The Wesleyan Theological Society was organized in 1965 with 97 Charter Members
and now has approxXimately 2500 members. From its beginming it has been affiliated
with the CHRISTIAN HOLINESS ASSOCIATION.

The PURPOSE of the Society is “to encourage exchange of ideas among Wesleyan-
Arminian theologians, to develop a scource of papers for the CHA seminars, to stime
ulate scholarship among younger theologians and pastors, and to publish a scholarly
Journal.” '

The SOCIETY holds an Annual Conference on the first Friday and Saturdey of each
November. BEEoIarly pepers are presented at the Conference and an anmial business
meeting is held.

We are happy to announce that the Editorial Committee of the Society
plans to publish three issues of the Jourmal in 1989, including two issues for 1988
(Vol. 23:1 & 2, Spring and Fall) and a special 25th ANNIVERSARY ISSUE with articles
and a COMPLETE INDEX for 25 years of publication, hopefully in time for the 25th
Anmial Conference at Asbury College in Wilmore, KY, November 3 & 4, 1989.
