The Choice Is Ours
Guest Editorial For Rosh Hashonah

Once again, we are about to usher in a New Year and we do

so seriously and prayerfully. We approach Rosh Hashana with

feelings of awe because we know that, in a very real sense, our

fate is decided thereon. Traditionally, this was explained as if a

book were open in heaven and in it was inscribed each one's fu-

ture. That simile is only a simile; but, without any comparisons,

it is quite true that decisions we reach at this season, after search-

ing our souls and examining our innermost selves, are the decisions

that will shape our lives during the coming year. Our attitude to

our families, our neighbors and our fellow-men, our willingness

to live Tewishlv and to benefit from the richness and grandeur

of Jewish life, our feelings towards God and communing with

Him—these are the basic human emotions which make an indi-

vidual Tew what he is and these are shaped for the coming vear

bv the decisions reached during the Davs of Awe.

We cannot escape our committments. Our failure to be loyal

children to our God, to our people and to its ideals means that

we are contributing to their destruction and are weakening

that which alone could make our lives worthwhile. Our strength-

ening our Jewish loyalties and our religious lives means that we
are buttressing the foundation of spiritual values and that we
are contributing not only to our own betterment, but also to the

welfare of all mankind. The choice is in our hands—a meaning-

ful year or a senseless one, a year of blessings or a year of empty
strivings.

Realizing that the kind of year 5715 will be depends on us,

let us not neglect our responsibilities to our brethren in Israel

nor to ourselves. Israel has amazed the world by her ability to

withstand such enormous economic and political handicaps as

she has had to face. In spite of Arab opposition, economic inse-

curity, and even the West's coddling of Arab feudalism, Israel

has continued to make progress and to move ever nearer the goal

of stability. However, the road is still long and the need for our

aid is still great. In this coming year, we must exert every possi-

ble effort to purchase Israeli bonds and to contribute generously

to UJA. We dare not forget the teaching of our rabbis: "All

Jews are responsible one for the other."

The year 5715 also presents to the Jews of America a chal-

lenge. This challenge arises from our celebration of our Tercen-
tenary. It is 300 years since the first Jewish group settled in

America. We rejoice over this and will appropriatly celebrate

such a significant event. But, this celebration will have meaning
only if it moves us to make our Jewish community one which is

creative and dynamic, which will be at home in its long tradition

and will forge ahead into a glorious future without losing its

glorious past. The Tercentenary calls upon us to devote time to

Jewish studies and to dedicate ourselvs to better Jewish living.

If we answer the challenge positively, then we shall prove worthy
of God's blessings which have been bestowed on us in America,

then we can make our Jewish community a partner with Israel
in inaugurating a wonderful new era, and then we can contrib-
ute our own distinct and beautiful melodv to the symphony of
American life.

Yes—Rosh Hashhana is the time when we must decide what
kind of life we shall have as individuals and as Jews. God grant
that our choice be a wise one and that we be inscribed in the
Book of Life for a year of physical well-being, spiritual satis-

faction and religious dedication. Leshana tova teekatayvoo—
May each one of you be written down for a good year.

The Lost Generation Is Finding Itself

Perhaps the outstanding feature of B'nai B'rith's Institutes
of Judaism is the unusually high standards that have character-
ized them, ever since this new and interrupting idea in adult
education was first projected in North Carolina seven vears ago.
These standards were well mainained at the seventh annual
North Carolina Institute held August 4th through the 8th, at

Wildacres, Little Switzerland North Carolina, where the idea
was first born in 1948.

The facultv, comprising Dr. Abraham Joshua Heschel, pro-
fessor of Medieval Jewish Philosophy and Jewish Mysticism, of
the Jewish Theological Seminary, New York citv; Dr. Jacob B.
Agus, Rabbi of Congregation Beth El, Baltimore, Maryland and
Dr. Louis Silberman, who occupies the Hillel Chair of Jewish
Literature and Thought at the School of Religion, Vanderbilt
Universtitv, at Nashville, Tennessee, devoted itself to the theme,
"The Jewish Religion In An Age of Anxiety." While some of
the dissertations were a bit for afield from the theme, nevertheless
they were all ably presented and provided much food for
thought on the part of the participating students.

Appropriate to the approaching New Year, all of the speakers
oointed to the renewed opportunity for happiness in being
Tews, and the need by positive approaches to allv the faltering
steps of those who might be weakening in their steadfastness.
An important highlight was a discussion of the ideas of what
the Jew expects of Judaism, and of what Tudaism expects of
the Tew. Emphasis was also placed on the fact that the depth
of one's religiosity—the strength of his Tewishness—is for him
as an individual to determine. Active question and answer periods
testified to the intense interest of the students.

The Institute idea has progrssed to the point where 26 are
being held this vear, in areas extending from coast to coast
in our own country, in Europe and in Canada. Dr. Harold Weis-
berger has been chosen as a full-time director, and B'nai B'rith
has been alert to sense in the Institute an idea that bids fair to
revolutionize adult education. Through it what was regarded
as an irretrievably lost generation is finding itself. If the Insti-

tute idea continues its acceleration, we may have no more lost

generations.

May the Institutes grow from strength to strength!

There were no indication of

lis later transformation in the

oeginnings of his life. He was

matured in an alien enviroment.

He was not part of the main-

stream of Jewish life. What he

knew of Jewish tradition was

packed away in his memory and

rarely disturbed. He knew of Jew-

ish disabilities only as a personal

inconvenience or affront. He was

made conscious of being a Jew
by the society in which he lived.

He was educated in the Univer-

sity of Vienna. He studied law

and was admitted to the bar. He
practiced his profession for a

while, was terribly bored by it,

and then turned to journalism

and literature.

He was drawn to the press, to

the theatre, and to the society

of the elite. Like most young men
of the time, he was first a Vien-

nese, then a cosmopolitan. He
looked through a small window
into the larger world of culture

and longed to be included in it.

He was not troubled by the deep-

er problems of life; he was not a

soul in torment. He became a

good reporter and commentator,

and a writer of light and easy

entertainment in the theatre. His

security was assured by the gen-

erosity of his father. When he

was twenty-nine he married.

An Appreciation of

The Father

ot Zionism
By Louis Lipsky

This address by Mr. Lipsky was made in conjunction with the 50th anni-

versary of the death cf Theodor Herzl, founder of Zionism, at the 57th annual
convention of the Zionist organization of America.—The Editor.

When thirty-two, he was well-

known as a journalist and drama-

tist, and reached the highest point

of his ambition when he was sent

to Paris by the Vienna Neue Freie

Presse as its correspondent.

In Paris he slowly, with un-

certain steps, found his way back

to his people through the provo-

cations of anti-Semitism. He read

anti-Semitic periodicals and books

with avid curiosity and rising in-

dignation, with contempt for the

Jews for enduring their inferior

status. He was present as a cor-

respondent at the trial of Al-

fred Dreyfus in 1894, and saw

the ceremony of degradation. He
heard the cries of "Down with

the Jews" in the streets of Paris.

He was obsessed by an inner un-

rest. He fell into a mood of rest-

less agitation and uncertainty. He
wrote a play with a Jewish theme
in which there was angry debate

about the Jewish "problem". He
described the state of his mind
at that time in these strange

words:

"For some time now, I have

been engaged with a work of in-

describable greatness. It has as-

sumed the aspect of a mighty

dream. Days and weeks have

passed since it has filled me ut-

terly. It accompanies me where-

ever I go. It broods above all my
conversations. It peers over my
shoulder at the trivial work I do.

It disturbs and intoxicates me."

Out of that spiritual distress

and intellectual disorder came
his first efforts to formulate his

conclusions, came his letter to

Baron de Hirsch and Baron de

Rothchild^ came the manuscript

of "The Jewish State", and his

entrance into Jewish life and

leadership.

*

Herzl's distinction was that he

gave the Jewish problem form,

dramatic content, and passion.

He provoked a general interna-

tional discussion. The brochure

he wrote was the first public

expression of a dynamic concept

of how the Jewish people could

achieve their freedom, a land of

their own, how their redemption

could be organized and financed.

With startling self-assurance,

on his own responsibility, he

proposed the creation of a Jewish

State. He became its sponsor and

advocate. He used all his friends

to help him find a way to dis-

tinguished supporters. He won
the loyalty of Max Nordau, then

at the height of his international

fame. He met Baron de Hirsch

who rejected his plans. He sub-

mitted a memorandum to Baron

de Rothschild who thought his

enterprise would be dangerous

to Jews in general. He establish-

ed contacts with Jews in England,

in the United States, in Russia.

The publication of "The Jew-

ish State" was the first public

step in his great enterprise. It

was not submitted as a dogmatic

finality. It was not a plan or

blueprint. There were many im-

provisations subsequently dis-

carded, but the objective was

clear. It was to secure for the

Jewish people the grant of sov-

ereignty over a territory large

enough for the requirements of a

nation.

The magic title of the bro-

chure evoked widespread inter-

est and comment, rejection and

acceptance. It was their first ex-

posure to world scrutiny as a

People. It raised the sights of

many Jews and made them con-

scious of their origins, their de-

pressed position, their servitude

and the urgency for organized ac-

tion. It made them feel that the

world might be won for the cause

of their liberation. It gave them

courage and hope and liberated

their spirit. It gave wings to their

imagination.
*

When he set out on his mission

he had no sponsors or backers,

no committee organization. He
was the promoter and advocate

of an international project. It was

not his aim to create a mass

movement. He was not concerned

with democratic forms. His first

thought was to seek the coopera-

tion of Jewish philanthrophy.

When these efforts failed and he

realized that political negotiation

must be backed either by masses

or by funds, he called the first

Zionist Congress held in Basle

in August 1897.

Through the Congress the lead-

er of a people emerged. When
he stood on the platform at Basle

it was said that "he was like a

scion of the House of David risen

from the dead, clothed in legend

and fantasy and beauty." His

name and features became known
in every part of the Jewish world.

He looked like an Assyrian king.

He seemed the reincarnation of

the Messiahs of the Middle Ages.

In the Congress he was the

moderator in clashes with per-

A Search For A Soul

In the harsh pain of bitter

loneliness or the quiet brilliance

of sudden insight, a man may
find himself unexpectedly con-

fronted by two strange questions

:

Who am I? and What am I? They

will come to him from nowhere,

these questions, and after mo-

ments of torment may recede into

the nowhere from whence they

came; but during those long, lin-

gering moments when the ques-

tions are being grappled with the

roots of existence will be violent-

ly shaken. For these are ques-

tions fundamental to the nature

of man.

But there is this which

cannot be denied: the totality

of man has always and will al-

ways continue to search within

himself for something more than

himself. Man wants desperately

to be more than man. Man is en-

gaged in an eternal search for a

glimpse of his own soul.

We do not think much of this

think called soul in the turmoil

of passing days. We may talk

about it; we do not think about

it. It is a word frequently used

and as frequently misunderstood.

Yet it is a word which contains

the key to the crux of human
existence.

All through our history as a

people we have been troubled

by the inexplicable hunger of

man to be more than man. Yet

the Jew has felt, as he shall al-

ways feel, that the relentless urge

that drives man to build, to cre-

ate, to constantly better both his

physical and his spiritual being

is the result of a God-given po-

tential. It is this potential, this

God in man, which we call soul.

And it is this thing called soul

which is brought again and again

to the foreground during the

High Holiday period.

It is only in a moment of silent

awe that we can better under-

stand ourselves, our God and

the ideals of our people. It is

only in the saying of the words

of the High Holiday prayer —
"Man's origin is dust and he re-

turneth to dust ... he is like a

fragile potsherd ... as a passing

cloud ... as a dream that van-

isheth"—that we can fully under-

stand what humility means to

the Jew. It is only in the reading

of the heartbreaking Martyrology

that we can even begin to com-

prehend the heights to which man
can ascend: It is only in the

chanting of the Kol Nidre that

we can glimpse the importance

ascribed by the Jew to a verbal

promise. For in all of this, the

The Call To Repentance

sensitive, thinking Jew, the Jew
who deeply loves his God and
his people and who wants with

all his heart to make himself a

better human being, stands in

rapt contemplation of his own
existence and asks himself re-

peatedly: Who am I?—do I fulfill

myself throughout the year, do I

attempt adherence to the ideals

of my people, do I bring to frui-

tion those potentials granted me,

or do I let it all go to waste as an

uncared-for garden withers slow-

ly in the grasp of choking weeds

—and What am I?—in what way
am I better than the cow which

contendedly chews its cud or the

cat which roams silently along

the dark night streets of a de-

serted city?

It is a time of silence and hon-

est thought, this High Holiday

period. It is a meditative and

fearful time, a time of^personal

reckoning and a time when the

Jew searches for the soul within

himself. It is a time of the love of

God and the fear of God, it is a

time of the praying for life and

the acceptance of the responsi-

bilities of life, and it is a time

of deep personal quest: am I

mere man, or is there within me
God?

In praying for life and peace

during these days, the Jew prays

not only for himself but also for

the entire world. For the Jew
realizes full well that it is only

in a peaceful world that the po-

tential in man will be realized in

its fullest degree. The realiza-

tion of the significance of each

individual human being, of his

acts and deeds, his hungers and

hopes, his prayers and beseech-

ings, of the inexorable and un-

ending search of man to better

understand himself, his world,

his God, and the never ending

search for world peace are the

very heart and soul of the Rosh

Hashonah and Yom Kippur serv-

ice. And in this the Jew shares

these days with all the world, for

the prayers of the Jew are, on

these days, the prayers of the

world as well.

These are prayers that very

much need answering. It is the

hope of our tired world that they

be answered soon.

In Which A Back-Slider

Rediscovers His Faith

By Ida M. Barkan

from one or two "commercials."

In the end it paid off. Morris

Sandelovich became Martie San-

ders and Dame Fortune smiled

broadly upon him.

Life went along in a prescribed

pattern.

Having come
to this country as a grown, young
man he found it difficult to over-

come his Russian accent. It was
not noticeable in his singing, but

as his singing engagements in-

creased Marty's social life broad-

ened.

That was Martin's diploma.

He never had the need to speak

Yiddish. Choir singing had long

since been given up. His only

contact with the Yiddish lang-

uage was in the letters he wrote
to his parents occasionally. They
had been left behind in Russia.

Martin retained a strong feeling

of loyalty and affection for them
and he generously sent them
money regularly, instructing his

bank to take care of it. Martin
made sure that the money was
sent just as punctually as the

rent, telephone, electric and gas

bills were paid—monthly.

Each Rosh Hashonah and Yom
Kippur he would paw for a cou-

ple of seats in a Temple and go
into the beautiful structure for

an hour or two. Then he would
become restless and would leave

to drive down to the East Side.

There he mingled with the

crowds gathered near the ortho-

dox synagogue, to hear the can-

tor and choir.

hundred years later,' he wouldn't
be so primitive as to go to say
"Kaddish". Nonsense! He loved
his parents. Look — his bank
sends checks to them each
month; he never forgets them.
So why bother with "Kaddish"
a jumble of words that nobody
understands?

With Martin's singing and
Myrna's cultural background
they were able to fit into a fair-

ly intellectual Bohemian crowd,
which was quite the thing at that

time. In order to live well round-
ed, intelligent lives, they belong-

ed to book clubs and their library

expanded as the years passed.

When Martin had a free evening
he and Myrna attended lectures,

and even became members of a

Forum. They discussed the lec-

tures with their friends. Martin
loved to hold discussions. Often
he became too enthusiastic and
his vehemence and gestures were
plainly a hangover of his Russian
days.

They had a daughter, and for

the first six years her guidance
and regime presented no prob-

lem. But at the age of six she
said her playmates attended Sun-
day School and why doesn't she
go to Sunday School, too? They
told her they would take her to

one called Ethical Culture. Non-

sectarian. Everybody went there.

Martin wasn't denying anything.

But the more intelligent, modern
Jews took their children to the

Ethical Culture classes, and so

he did, too.

At just about this time, 300

years ago, the first group of

Jewish settlers, a little band of

23 pilgrims, landed in this coun-

try
^

in what is now New York.

They came, as had so many of

the settlers before them, as were
so many to come after them, in

search of freedom, the freedom

to live—and to live meant to live

as Jews.

Nobody dreamed then how
mighty a country the little col-

onies were to become. Nobody
dreamed either, and too few even

today know, how inextricably

bound up with the country's rise

to greatness over the next three

centuries the Jews in America
were to be.

In the early days they were
in the forefront of the fight for

freedom. They have since fought

and died in every war in which
the United States has engaged.

They helped clear the wilderness

and chart the seas for trade

routes. They have built entire in-

dustries and helped develop

cities, great and small.

In every field of culture the

halls of fame echo with the names
of Jewish Americans—in science,

in literature, drama, music and

the other arts. They have won
Nobel Prizes and Pulitzer Prizes.

They have healed the nation's

sick and helped the needy. They

have helped found and supported

great universities and Jewish in-

stitutions of learning. They have

sat in legislatures and served as

Supreme Court Justices.

And throughout the three hun-

dred years of their participation

in the growth of the United

States, they have struggled to

gain and uphold the freedoms

which are the hallmark of our

democracy and the hope of free-

dom-loving men all over. These

things they have done, bulwarked

by their convictions, traditions

and heritage as Jews, in no nar-

row sectarian spirit.

Today there are more than 5,-

000,000 Jews in the United

States the largest Jewish com-

munity in the world. Along with

their fellow-Americans, they en-

joy unique advantages and privi-

leges.

These were the thoughts of

American Jewish leaders who
convened some time ago to con-

sider how best to celebrate the

300th anniversary of the first

Jewish group settlement. What
better time, they felt, to realize

and appreciate the contributions

of the Jews to American life, to

Judaism and Jewish welfare, and

to study how to enrich them

further? What better opportuni-

ty to look around, to look back,

and to look forward? What more
appropriate time to reappraise

the lessons of the past and apply

them to solving the problems of

the present and the future?

They communicated with Jew-

ish leaders, organizations and

congregations throughout the

country, whose imaginations were

fired by the idea. A national Ter-

centenary committee, consisting

of 300 distinguished Jews from

all parts of the United States,

was formed to plan for the cele-

bration.

At the very outset they agreed

upon a principle and a theme.

The principle: the Tercentenary

is not a frivolous affair, no time

for mutual admiration and self-

glorification. Besides commemo-
rating achievements, it must it-

self achieve something.

As a theme, they decided upon

the motif that dominates Ameri-

can history and the history of the

Jews in America alike:

"MAN'S OPPORTUNITIES AND
RESPONSIBILITIES UNDER

FREEDOM"
The theme and its implications

will thread the diverse nation-

wide celebrations scheduled for

the months between September

1954 and May 1955. The Tercen-

tenary will be observed in schools,

libraries, synagogues, community
centers and other public places.

There will be concerts, exhibits,

lectures, conferences, meetings,

scholarly sessions. There will be

religious observances and dedi-

cations. The culmination will be

an outdoor religious ceremony in

Washington, D. C, which will

draw Jews from all parts of the

country.

A Tercentenary Sabbath will

be marked on November 27th

by all Jewish congregations in

the United States. On Thanks-

giving Day, November 25, a spec-

ial ceremony will be held in Touro

Synagogue in Newport, R. I., the

oldest existing synagogue build-

ing in America and a national

historical shrine.

A ten-volume documentary his-

tory of the Jews in the United

States will be prepared as a perm-

anent result of the observance.

From all of this activity, it is

hoped, will emerge not only a

broader understanding of what

freedom has meant for American
Jews and for their country, but

a rededication to its ideals for

people everywhere.

The freedoms we cherish to-

day were not easily come by.

From the days of first settlement,

William H. Fineshriber, Jr., vice-presi-
dent in charge of the NBC Radio Net-
work, is the chairman of the Ameri-
can Jewish Tercentenary Committee
on Radio and Television.

Some to grow on
It looks a little big at first. But you know from experience you need

to allow for growing.

That's the way it is with electricity. Your electric company always

works and plans ahead to have some extra for your future needs. So that,

no matter how many appliances you add to your home, you can always

count on all the electric power you want.

The average American family is using twice as much electricity as it

did ten years ago. And the electric light and power companies are plan-

ning to have half again as much more ready by 1960. Vepco has more than

doubled its capacity of ten years ago and more is now under construction.

So, you see, there's plenty to grow on!
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the Jews were keenly attuned

to liberty. Centuries of oppres-

sion, a glowing spiritual heritage,

and their own personal persecu-

tions, combined to give them that

amalgam of realism and idealism

which seems required for such a

struggle.

The first settlers came from

Brazil, fleeing the Portuguese re-

conquest which meant an end to

freedom of religion previously

enjoyed under the Dutch. The

refugees were impoverished and

battered from the war in Brazil.

Some did not have enough

money to pay for their passage

even after all their household

goods that were on "board were

sold.

Their reception was anything

but cordial. They had to over-

come the hostility of Peter Stuy-

vesant, the Governor. Bit by bit

they won their rights—first the

right to stay, then to trade, a

few months later the right to

have their own burial ground,

and in June 1656 the right to

own their own homes.

There were civic rights to be

won, too, such as the right to

stand guard along the stockades

against Indian attacks, and the

right to citizenship.

Their first congregation, Shea-

reath Israel, was formed when

they arrived in 1654. Not until

1728 were they ready to build

an actual synagogue. The con-

gregation itself, also known as

the Spanish and Portuguese Syn-

agogue, thrives to this day.

There were few other places

in the world where Jews could

thus openly fight for their rights.

Yet in their day-to-day struggle

for them, it is doubtful that any

of these stalwart settlers had any

sense of destiny, or any inkling

that this land was to become a

testing ground for the emancipa-

tion of Jews everywhere.

Meanwhile a small but steady

trickle of Jews kept coming to the

colonies. By the time of the Rev-

olution in 1776, they were active

in every phase of colonial life:

as business men, farmers, labor-

ers, tradesmen, doctors, bankers,

shipowners. There were Jews in

the colonial militia, and the zeal

they brought to the fight for in-

dependence was strengthened by

their experiences in overcoming

the early disabilities imposed

upon them as Jews.

The stories of the great Jew-

ish patriots of the Revolution are

by now familiar. Haym Solomon,

the Polish immigrant who came

to America as a young man and

soon became a successful broker

and commision merchant, helped

to raise money for the Revolution.

The Gratz brothers, who con-

ducted extensive trade between

the colonies and the farthest out-

posts, helped keep the army in

supplies. Isaac Franks served un-

der Washington. Francis Salvador

was one of the early martyrs in

the fighting in the South. There

were many, many other Jews in

this first fight for American free-

dom.

The eyes of the world were on

America, scanning the bold Con-

stitution, and studying the un-

precedented position of the Jews,

who enjoyed full rights of citizen-

ship.

In the separate states there was

a continual drive to implement

the liberties granted by the Con-

stitution. The most striking bat-

tle for Jewish religious freedom

occurred in Maryland, where

Thomas Kennedy, a Prostestant,

introduced the "Jew Bill," and

fought for it uninterruptedly for

many years, until it was passed

in 1826.

As the boundaries of the coun-

try widened, the immigrants kept

coming. Many arrived after the

Napoleonic Wars; many after the

revolutions of 1948; many more

because of Russian pogroms;

even as in our own day, some

fleeing Hitler persecutions were

admitted, within quota limits, to

the United States. Along with

other pioneers, Jews pushed the

frontiers to the Midwest, Texas,

California, Alaska.

Reaction in Europe to the col-

lapse of the Revolution of 1848

in Germany and other European

countries brought a stream of in-

tellectual Jewish immigrants-

cultivated men, professionals and

scholars who had devoted their

lives to freedom and now sought

political asylum in America. Pre-

occupied here as in the old coun-

try with ideas, they stimulated

educational, religious and phi-

lanthropic movements and made

a strong impact on the cultural

lives of their communities.

MAMA
The other day I had jahrzeit

for mama who died 33 years ago.

Somehow, the synagogue takes

only even holier meaning when
mama is presiding over it, as

she does for me on the jahrzeit

occasion.

On her jahrzeit the place gets

to be holy for my feet; like the

holy ground of the burning bush

when God was speaking to Moses

out of the bush. I am sorry to

say I can't always feel that way
at other times in a synagogue.

Frequently, at other occasions

in the schul my mind strays hor-

ribly away into questions and

doubts ,and gets lost from the

holy purposes of my being there.

Those other times I find myself

asking: Does a man really need

to be in the synagogue to be with

God? And isn't it better that re-

ligion should be a private out-

giving of the heart rather than

a vocal expression in public?

And does one really please God
more by being seen in this house

than if he were reverent in his

own home and at his desk or at

his work bench?

But it's different in the syna-

gogue when mama is in charge

there on her jahrzeit. She seems

to be all over the place, in all

the lights and particularly in the

eternal one that burns over the

Ark of the Law. I approach her

there like one of those ancient

priests bowing before the Holy

of Holies in the temple. Mama's
anniversary seems almost like

Rosh Hashonah and Yom Kippur
in one.

These feelings have to do with

all the mama meant in her Godly

image. She was the closest re-

semblance to God that my ele-

mentary theology can think of. In

my very ripe years I think of

her as divinity. Mama inhabits

the schul this jahrzeit evening.

This Ark of the Law looks holy

to her as the one who in my
earliest years handed down the

laws on the way for me to go.

My mind doesn't run away to

doubts and questions as I sit

there in the jahrzeit hour. Heart

and mind are only with mama
who is Law and Prophets in one.

I knew her before I knew Moses,

and her teaching turned out to

be the same as that which I got

from Moses later. Her lessons are

in the parchment scrolls that are

contained in the Ark.

(Please, Messrs. Theologians,

don't slap me for putting mama
in ahead of Moses.)

(Mama knew nothing of ca-

nasta. )

She had her pleasures, though.

There was those big moments for

her when we brought home good

reports from school; dazzling

evenings when we were graduat-

ed from high school.

The man reading the service

in the schul is saying veohavto

es adonoy (thou shalt love thy

God with all thy heart)
;
yes that's

what mama used to teach right

along, day in and day out at her

work and in all her ways. She

lived by that.

Her hands were so bright on
Sabbath eve; she was lifting them
over the candle lights on the

table and saying the blessing. She

had made the house lovely for

the Sabbath. The loaves she had

baked were giving out supernal

fragrance all over the house. I

had smelled it on my home from

school that afternoon. She had

placed the loaves outside on a

window sill and the breezes had

carried their fragrance to me a

half block before I came to out

door.

But one really had to grow up
to be about 18—or maybe 30

—

to possess a full understanding

of mama's divinity. Until then

you take mama for granted: All

that was casually accepted, like

sunlight and gentle breezes on a

summer day, when you were still

too young to understand its full-

ness.

The one on the altar is saying

"Kadosh, Kadosh, Kadosh"; he is

saying it of God, and I am think-

ing, "Well, that was mama, too,

The reader is reciting "Yisga-

del veyiskadash", and we all get

up to say it with him. "Extolled

and hallowed by Thy name" . . .

Those words could be for mama,
too.

So that was mama, and I should

add she was like your mama, like

most of the mamas.

Heaven Help The Rabbi's Wife
(Concluded From Page 19)

often innocent gossip turns to ma-
licious criticism. The butterfly

type of rebbitzen is said to neg-

lect her infant son and to drive

her husband to despair by her

losses ( be sure they are exagger-

ated) at the card club. Another
rabbinical spouse who prefers lec-

tures or an evening over a good
book is declared too snobbish to

associate "with people who are

just as smart as she is, even if

they didn't go to college."

In our Liberal congregations

the rabbi's wife who strictly ob-

serves the Sabbath and the diet-

ary laws out of respect for her

parents' teachings is often

sneered at by some; others form

a FBI committee ready to pounce

on the slightest infringement of

the code.

"I don't pretend to be reli-

gious," one trouble-maker said

last Pesach, "although we do have

matsos on the table for the first

night, anyhow. But I saw her with

my own eyes eating ice cream

and chocolate cake at Lom-
bardo's." When asked what she

herself was doing among the for-

bidden dainties at Lombardo's,

the lady snapped, "Well, a rab-

bi's wife ought to set a better

example."

Extravagance? The congrega-

tional censors know that the daily

Launching The Tercentenary
A religious proclamation of the

Tercentenary was issued on July

5th from the steps of Congrega-

tion Shearith Israel, founded in

1654 by the first group of twenty-

three Jews to settle in what is

now the United States.

The text of the proclamation

was read at the ceremony by
Rabbi Kramer. The Rev. Dr.

David de Sola Pool, rabbi of Con-

gregation Shearith Israel, read a

Hebrew translation and Rabbi

Simcha Levy, of Perth Amboy,

Shown above is a view of Recife, Brazil, in the seventeenth century, painted
by Zachariah Wagener, The first group of twenty-three Jews, who arrived
in New Amsterdam in September 1654, came originally from Recife, where
a permanent Jewish community had been established shortly after 1630. Al-
though Recife Jews led a vigorous religious life, many lived there as Marra-
nos, or secret Jews. With the Portuguese reconquest of this Dutch colony, in
January, 1654, Jews and Marranos deemed it advisable to leave. Many fled to
Holland. Twenty-three Jews were captured on the high seas by Spanish priva-
teers and later rescued by a French barcque, which brougM them to what
is now New Yovh Cf+y. With their arrival in New Amsterdam in September
1654, these Jewish settlers, in effect, determined the date of the American
Jewish Tercentenary, which marks not only the establishment of the first

Jewish settlement in the United States, but provides the occasion for reviewing
the entire stream of three hundred vears of Jewish participation in American
life.

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FROM FOREST TO PRINTED PAGE
Gamp's of Franklin—An Industry With

A Romantic Background
Few of us, as we sit at home

reading our daily newspaper, a

book, or favorite magazine, stop

to realize the fanciful mystery
that is associated with the print-

ed page. Most of us know, in a

general sort of way, that the

paper before us has had some-

thing to do with wood. But the

story of what has transpired to

bring the trees of the forest to

us in the form of paper is one of

the romances of modern indus-

try.

Camp Manufacturing Company
of Franklin Virginia, is one of

the leaders in this giant industry.

It brings the trees from the for-

ests and turns them into paper,

running the complete gamut of

the operation.

The firm owns about two hun-

dred and fifty thousand acres of

timberland—largely within a ra-

dius of forty miles from Frank-

lin—and these forests are farmed
so that the company will be as-

sured of a perpetual supply of

saw timber and pulp wood. The
company also buys logs from the

farmers in the area.

The combination of lumbering

and paper making is ideal from
the standpoint of wood conserva-

tion. In the forest, the small trees

taken out in thinning are cut for

pulpwood; so are the larger limbs

from the tops of trees that are

used for saw timber: In the saw-

mill, the logs are barked in me-

chanical barkers so that the slabs

—which otherwise have value

only as firewood—may be sent to

the pulp mill. The edgings from

the trimmings saws are also sal-

vaged for pulping. Thus the com-

pany is able to make productive

use of wood that formerly was

largely wasted.

The actual conversion of the

pulpwood into paper begins when
the five-foot logs in the wood
yard are placed on the conveyor

which takes them up to the bark-

ing drums. There the logs tumble

over one another and rub against

the angle-iron sides of the drums
until the bark is removed. The
logs enter at one end of the long,

horizontal drums and work their

way through, discharging auto-

matically at the other end. The

operation is remarkably effective;

most of the logs which drop

down on the conveyor at the dis-

charge end of the drums are

completely free of bark. The oc-

casional leg that comes out with

loo much bark still on, is diverted

by *be operator to another con-

veyor whicn returns it to the

drum.

From the barking drums the

loj,s go to 'he chipper where a

set of whirling knives rjcuces

ihem to cnips The chips are es-

sentially all the same size—about

three-quarters of an inch long

—

but they are sorted on different-

ial screens to remo\ e the portion

that is too fine, and the oversize

chips

After the screening, conveyors

take the chips to the big digesters

where they are coc ked with alkali

under pressure. Camp Company
has a row of nine digesters, each

forty-four feet high and some ten

feet in diameter. Pine chips and

hardwood chips are cooked sepa-

rately, so eight of the digesters

are charged with pine, while the

ninth is used for hardwood.

At the end of the cooking pe-

riod the material is blown out of

the digester and the liquor resi-

due is drained off. The remain-

ing material—now a soft pulp —
is washed.

The residue from the digesters

is known as black liquor and rep-

resents over fifty per cent of the

wood substance. This is where

the tall oil—in the form of a

soap—is found, along with lignin,

and other wood products.

The liquor is collected and con-

centrated by evaporation. The

tall oil soap rises to the surface

and is recovered. The final heavy

portion, from which no chemicals

can be salvaged by practical

means, is further evaporated to

a thick syrup and pumped to the

furnaces. Burning of this portion

of the black liquor produces

enough steam to do all the cook-

ing and evaporating, and some

steam is left over for use on the

paper machine. The ash from the

furnace contains much of the

original cooking alkali in a form

that permits regeneration to

cooking liquor again by treat-

ment with lime. This is just one

of the ways in which the company

salvages production chemicals

during processing operations.
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One of Many Moder

Chemically speaking, the pulp

as it leaves the digesters is ready

to be made into paper, but it

must go through a series of

screening and refined steps be-

fore it can be formed into a sheet

of commercial value. If bleach-

ed paper, rather than the typical

brown kraft, is to be made, the

screened pulp is first pumped to

the bleach plant.

Camp Manufacturing Co., is

justly proud of its equipment, for

it has invested several millions

in new machinery.

When all of the processing

steps are completed—washing,

screening, bleaching (if requir-

ed), refining and purifying—the

pulp is ready for the paper ma-
chine.

Camp Company's paper mill

was completely remodeled two or

three years ago at which time a

new Fourdrinier machine with a

two hundred and twenty-six inch

wire was installed. This machine
can produce kraft paper, nearly

nineteen feet wide, at a speed up
to two thousand feet per minute.

There are also two other paper

machines of somewhat smaller

size.

As the paper comes off the dry-

ing rolls beyond the Fourdrinier,

some two hundred and fifty feet

from the headbox, it goes through

a set of steel rolls in the calender

stack to improve the surface. It

is then wound on a reel. With the

paper racing out of the machine
at close to two thousand feet per

n Camp Buildings

minute, the job of cutting the

paper from a full reel and start

ing it on an empty one calls for

fast work and coordinated action

by the operators. The full reel

is transferred to the rewinder

and, after the paper has been

tested for such properties as ten-

sile strength, weight, caliper,

tearing resistance, bursting
strength, and degree of sizing

(which has to do with water re-

pellency) it is cut into the widths

specified by the customer as it is

wound into the proper diameter

rolls. It is then ready for wrap-

ping and shipping.

Space does not permit our giv-

ing you all of the details that go

to make this truly an industry of

romance. We believe that, having

read the foregoing, we will hence-

forth do our reading of the print-

ed page with a better understand-

ing of one of the present day

miracles of modern science.

That, it seems to us, should
characterize the activities which
will mark the occasion.

However, no commemoration
of a historic fact of such signifi-

cance has any real value unless it

carries within itself a message for

the present and for the future.

In the case of the American Jew-

ish Tercentenary, the message

can be very real, and without

some such message it would be

an empty celebration.

The Jews who came here, in

1654 and in later years, had the

same reason for leaving the Old

World and settling in the New
as did other settlers who crossed

the Atlantic. A few were inspired

by the spirit of adventure. The

overwhelming majority, however

sought escape from persecution,

from poverty, from despair, from

the dreariness and desperation of

their daily lives. They came with

hope in their hearts; but they

also came with ideas in their

heads, muscles in their arms.

They dreamed, and planned and

worked. They established new
industries, they contributed to

the economic strength of Ameri-

ca, they wrote books and plays

and songs, they held public office

they opened up new frontiers.

They shared in the building of a

great nation, in its struggle and

its setbacks and its majestic vic-

tories. Above all, they helped to

mold the idea that every man
has the right to be treated for

what he is, rather than for what

his faith is or what the color of

his skin may be.

Through three centuries, the

American Jew has assumed his

full share of responsibility in the

United States as citizen and as

human being, just as he has im-

proved the opportunities which

the new land gave him. He is so

much a part of America that it

would seem peculiar and some-

how unbefitting even to stress

this fact. Yet through three cen-

turies he has remained a Jew. It

would seem to be appropriate,

in an anniversary like this, to

build the spirit of the observance

around these twin considera-

tions : that there are both Ameri-

can and Jewish aspects of the Ter-

centenary, and that these comple-

ment one another.

In its American aspects, it is

fitting for this Tercentenary to

States a deep religious faith and

we have kept it alive within har-

many of differing faiths. We
have brought a tradition of learn-

inf, of scholarship, of scientific

curiosity. We have brought a

love of the arts, and a respect for

those who create with words and

sounds and colors. We have

brought a healthy and growing

culture in the Yiddish and He-

brew languages, with a flourish-

ing literature, press and theatre.

With our all-too-intimate know-

ledge of persecution, we have

brought a deep passion for hu-

man freedom and personal dig-

nity. With our intimate know-

ledge of poverty and privation

in the Old World, we have

brought a striving for social just-

ice and equality of economic op-

portunity.

We have not been the only

ones to bring such values to

America; others have done as

much or more. For this reason

we would not assume a tone of

self-glorification or vainglorious

boasting, or imply comparisons

of Jewish "contributions" to

groups.

"Americans, do they all speak

the language of the Hebrews?"
"Well, not all," I laughed. "But

quite a large number at any

rate."

"Astounding, astounding." The

old Jew spoke almost in a whis-

per, stroking his long white beard

which looked like pure strands of

silk, in contrast to his dark,

weather-beaten face. We sat on

the tent's floor, the hard red clay

earth, and talked of Israel, of

America, of skyscrapers and

"auto-cars," and of life in gen-

eral.

When almost an hour of pleas-

ant conversation had passed by, I

asked the man about the tale and

prophecy he spoke before I en-

tered.

He seemed to study me for a

few seconds, finally saying, "That

my son was a tale based on the

prophecy of Isaiah from his six-

tieth chapter. Very few people

realize that it concerns mainly

the Yemenite Jew. Do you know
the prophecy of which I speak?"

I answered no, shaking my
head from side to side. The old

man clasped his hands and began

chanting the passage in an an-

cient melody.

"Arise, shine; for thy light is

come, and the glory of the Lord

is risen upon thee . . . Lift up

thine eyes round about, and see;

thy sons shall come from far . . .

Thy gates shall be open day and

night . . . Who are these that fly

as a cloud, and as the doves to

their nests? . . . They all shall

come from Shega; they shall pro-

claim the praises of the Lord."

The old Jew paused for a mo-

ment and then continued speak-

ing.

"As you can see my son, most

of this prophecy has come true.

Compare each word with the

events of today. Israel has been

restored to the Jewish people,

and from round about the entire

world, the exiles have returned

to the open gates."

"Now I'm beginning to under-

stand the entire thing," I said.

"As Isaiah predicted, they all

have come from Sheba, which is

today known as Yemen. The
question—Who are these that fly

rs a cloud—probably refers to the

Magic Carpet Airlift that flew the

Yemenites to Israel."

The old white bearded Jew was

smiling and nodding in approval.

"Yet there is still one part that

has not been fully realized. That

is the last sentence of the pas-

sage. It is the mission of the Yem-
enite to praise the Lord and bring

his ways back to the people of Is-

rael."

That evening, an hour after I

had left the old Jew and the

camp, I began recounting the

events in the tent. I couldn't help

but feel that there was something
odd and unusual about the entire

incident. The old man. began to

puzzle me. Everything about him,

his appearance, his voice and his

actions, seemed to give me the

impression that there was an air

of holiness attached to him. Pe-

culiar ideas started spinning

through my head. He wasn't a

Yemenite. What then was he

doing in a Yemenite transit

camp? Why did he chant the

prophecy in that weird ancient

melody? It couldn't be that he

was the great ... It was prepos-

terous to think such things, yet

I had to make sure.

I started down the road to the

camp, walking at first and then

running as fast as possible. The
small canvas tent was empty. The
yellow kerosene flame was out.

There were no signs as to the

whereabouts of the old man.

Suddenly scores of Yemenite

women, men and children began

running towards the camp gate

marked EXIT. There was scream-

ing and shouting, and a few men
held huge burning torches high

in the air. A black police truck

sped through the camp and came
to a stop at the throng of Yeme-
nites. Two policemen pleaded

with the people to move aside and

let the truck pass, but the noise

had reached such a pitch that it

was impossible to hear anyone.

I pulled a policeman aside.

'What's going on here," I shouted

as loud as possible.

"Someone reported to us that

the missionary was here again,

preaching to the people."

"What missionary? What are

you talking about?"

"There's an old Jew," the offi-

cer shouted, "that comes to these

camps and preaches to the peo-

ple. It's against the rules you
know. But every time we try to

arrest him, the Yemenites carry

on like this, blocking our every

move, and the old one just disap-

pears into thin air. He calls him-

self the Sweet Singer. Some of

these fools actually believe him
to be the prophet Isa . . . Hey
American. Where are you going?

Hey American. Don't tell me" you

believe that fool story too?"

I swallowed hard and began
walking away. The policeman

kept staring at me and finally

shrugged his shoulders and went
back to his job of trying to move
the people.

I passed the small canvas tent,

and looked up into the velvet of

the blue starlit sky, repeating to

myself, "Arise and shine, for thy

light is come . .
."

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Professor Arthur Burns
Economic Adviser To The President

By Beinesh Epstein

Dr. Arthur Burns, formerly

Professor at Columbia University,

presently holds the most import-

ane economic position in the

country and perhaps in the en-

tire world. He is Economic Ad-

visor to President Eisenhower.

America and the world at large

listen with great interest to his

opinions about economic prob-

lems. Professor Burns appears

seldom in public. He retreats into

his scientific den. The public,

therefore, knows very little about

him. Still fewer know that Dr.

Burns is a Jew, a son of Jewish

immigrants who brought him to

this country at the age of 9. He
was born April 27, 1904, in Stan-

islav, Galicia, then part of Aus-

tria.

His parents, Mr. and Mrs. Na-

than Burnzweig, came to this

country in 1913 and settled in

Bayonne, New Jersey, where they

still reside. The family became
fully Americanized. However, it

remains Jewishly folksy observ

ing the dietary laws, the Jewish

Sabbath and holidays, prayer vis-

its to the synagogue and an inti-

mate relation with Jewish life

and interests.

Arthur Burns attended a Bay-

onne Hebrew school for several

years. He later devoted himself

entirely to his studies in high

school, college and universities.

He has always been sympathetic

toward Zionism. This, however,

was merely abstract, as he did

not take any active part in Jew-

ish or other movements. He be-

came "wedded" to economic

science and "had no time for

other interests". "I only serve

science", he explained.

Dr. Burns does not actually

know how he came to occupy his

present office, for he has never

participated in politics. Of course,

he has been an active economist

for many years. However, this

was limited to universities and

scientific research. He was pro-

fessor both at Columbia and Rut-

gers, and Research Director of

the National Bureau of Economic
Research, and had been connect-

ed with many other scientific in-

stitutions. He had also published

a number of books on the sub-

ject of economy, and from time

to time had been consulted as

an advisor by governmental de-

partments. This, however, did not

draw him into the ranks of the

deciding political circles; he had
nothing whatever to do with pol-

itics. He met "Ike" only accident-

ally at a reception in Columbia
when Eisenhower was President

of the University. So how did it

happen that the President chose

him as his Economic Advisor?

Burns surmises that this is be-

cause of his economic status and
opinions which were brought to

light in his books. It would ap-

pear that the President and his

advisors liked Burns' ideas.

Apparently tne match turned

out compatibly. The President

and his Cabinet have great re-

spect for Mr. Burns and his opin-

ions. And Burns has the highest

regard for our President. He
praises highly Eisenhower's abil-

ity and character: "He thinks

clearly and quickly absorbs every

problem. He has a deep under-

standing of economic questions.

Eisenhower always goes to the

root of a problem. He has funda-
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mental knowledge, common sense,

and a brilliant memory. At the

same time, he possesses an open

mind, devoid of any prejudice.

He is capable of assimilating new
ideas and blending them with

his strong principles. He is whole-

heartedly devoted to the Ameri-

can people. He strives to be the

President of all the people, not

only of the Republicans. Conse-

quently, Eisenhower is a tremen-

dous unifying force, a truly great

national personality."

Concerning the economic
course of President Eisenhower

and his Administration, Dr. Burns

declared that the aims are to

enlarge the productivity of the

country in order to increase the

national income. The Administra-

tion believes that abundance and

wealth lie only in producing more
and producing in new fields of

the people's creativeness. Amer-

ica has manifested this in the

past and can do it again in the

future. New inventions, new
achievements and new methods

in every field of endeavor have

made America rich. This tenden-

cy must be encouraged and as-

sisted. At the same time it must

be understood that when Eisen-

however aims to increase the na-

tional income it is not meant to

concentrate wealth in a few hands

but to spread it among the entire

population. It means bigger pro-

fits for enterprises, higher in-

comes for workers, farmers and

the middle class, as well as for

white collar people. This, how-

ever, must not be by inflation,

because inflation is only chimer-

ical and misleading. Inflationary

gains are only on paper. They

have no solidity, and the result

is poverty for everyone—for the

worker and the businessman. In-

flation undermines the very foun-

dation of the country—the mater-

ial as well as the moral one. The
Eisenhower Administration aims

for a large national income, a

healthy and abundant prosperity

based on a stabilized dollar and

a strong dollar. The new prosper-

ity must also, therefore, be a

result of private economy, pri-

vate enterprise and initiative. The
emphasis is laid on private econ-

omy, instead of on the govern-

ment as was the case with the

previous administration.

Howevei , the Administration

does not intend to remove itself

from the economic life of the

country. It stands guard to main-

tain economic security and a

measure of stability. It will not

permit temporary or permanent

crises to throw the country into

a depression. President Eisenhow-

er is ready with plans and meas-

ures to prevent widespread un-

employment. What are the meas-

ures? The problem is to encour-

age new enterprises and to in-

crease the buying power of the

public. For this purpose the Ad-

ministration plans to extend more
credit to industry, more credit

for families who seek to buy a

house and more credit for those

who intend to renovate their old

houses, both large or small. It is

also planned to give tax relief to

firms in order to induce them

to produce more, and to individ-

uals to encourage them to invest

in industry and spend for the

family. The Administration will

also work out more direct sup-

port for the unemployed. Unem-
ployment insurance will be in-

creased. More unemployed will

receive assistance, more money
and for longer periods. In addi-

tion to this, there will be assist-

ance for unemployable old peo-

ple, and more categories of the

aged will be covered by Social

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HOW MUCH IS SIX?

Six is not very long in the life

of a nation, but Israel celebrat-

ing its sixth anniversary this

year will not fail to attach sym-

bolic significance to the fact that

its flag, the Star of Davis is six-

pointed.

In six days, God made the

world. Humans do not make their

world so fast. But there is a par-

allel here with Israel also. The

Bible tells us that in the begin-

ning there was chaos and all was

formless and void.

Six years ago, Israel too began

to emerge from chaos. What
chaos!

At the harbor of Haifa, 3,000

Arabs worked in the port. The
number of Jewish port workers

was little more than 200. The
Arabs quit their posts, when Is-

rael took over. Untrained Jews

were forced to take over just

when the pressure on the port

facilities began to zoom—with

the mass immigration of Jews be-

ginning to flow into the country.

Could it have been otherwise

than that the Haifa port should

sink to a new low? Goods were

lost, mauled, scuffed, destroyed.

Madison Avenue

Insurance companies demanded
an extra premium for cargoes

bound for Haifa.

All of this is now changed. De-

partment managers were sent to

Europe and America to see other

ports operated. Crews were

trained. The port itself has been

enlarged thanks to Israel bond

money, which has also been used

to build a 440 meter quay on

land reclaimed from the sea.

The Haifa port makes a very

good impression today on all visi-

tors, and it is very important that

the chief port of entry of Israel

make a favorable impression.

Best of all perhaps is that the

morale of the Jewish workers in

the harbor is now very high. They
take pride in their work and in

the efficiency of the harbor oper-

ators. The chaos has been con-

quered!

First there was chaos. Only a

few Jews were employed in the

Palestine railroads under the

Mandatory regime. The rank and

file of the workers were Arabs

with Englishmen holding the top

jobs. There were a few Jews how-

ever who occupied key positions

by reasons of some special fitness.

They could be depended upon to

see that the trains were in Jew-

ish vicinities at the zero hour, but

what about the hands necessary

to operate the trains?

In advance of the day of inde-

pendance, classes in railroading

were organized and instruction

given surreptitiously. It was one

of the few times in history that a

Security. They will also receive

more money. The Administration

recognizes that the problem of

the aged is not only an ethical

and moral one but also an eco-

nomic one, and must be dealt

with accordingly.

The cry "depression!" is not

helpful to our economy, although

Dr. Burns does not believe that

the scare cry of an imminent de-

pression can be effective to the

extent of bringing on an actual

depression. However, there is no

doubt that a number of business-

men are being frightened to an

extent that they refrain from in-

vesting in new enterprises and

from buying beyond their nor-

mal needs. This leads to a scarce

economy and a general nervous-

ness in our industrial and busi-

ness world. Dr. Burns believes,

therefore, that serious and re-

sponsible people must weigh and

measure their words when they

make declarations. "Let them
look for facts. Let them speak

of facts. Let them think and not

play around with words in an

irresponsible way, even when
this is being done for political

reasons," he remarked.

Our conversation turned to the

State of Israel. Dr. Burns is con-

cerned about the Arab blockade

and the effect that it has on the

economy of Israel. He believes

that when the blockade is abolish-

ed the economic situation of the

Jewish State will be considerably

improved. The Arab blockade he

says, creates serious difficulties

for the State of Israel. Necessary

products which Israel could ob-

tain from neighboring Arab coun-

tries, such as food, oil and other

raw materials, she must now buy

from far away, which makes it

more costly. It is the difference

between shopping for your food

and necessities in your neighbor-

hood or being compelled to go

for them a distance of many
miles. In addition to this, Israel

industry is cut off from her nat-

ural market. In the Arab coun-

tries, Israel could sell many of

her industrial products. Today
the Arab policy makes it impos-

sible, although the Arabs too

suffer economically from their

boycott of Israel.

Dr. Burns believes that Ameri-

ca and our democratic allies must
take a stronger stand to influence

the Arabs to cease their blockade

of Israel. He also hopes that this

will happen very soon. The West-

ern powers, he remarked, know
that they cannot depend upon

the Arabs as an earnest factor in

the struggle between the East

and West at a time when they

have full assurance that Israel

will fight effectively for her in-

dependence and for democratic

freedom and security in the Mid-

dle East. He is, therefore, con-

vinced that the Western powers

will ultimately, in their own in-

terests, take steps against the

Arab blockade of the State of

Israel.

Professor Arthur Burns is gen-

erally optimistic about the eco-

nomic development of the State

of Israel. The Jewish character,

its genius, energy and creative

ability—he is certain - sviL over-

come all difficulties a) id Israel

will grow to be a great economic

factor and connecting link be-

tween the Western world of Eu-

rope and America and the East-

ern world of Asia and Africa.

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JACOB BARSIMSON V. I. P.
BY ALFRED SEGAL

It's about time properly to sa-

lute Jacob Barsimson, first Jew
in New York, first to settle in

America. This is the 300th year

of Jews in this land, and, in many
speeches of the tercentenary cel-

ebration, I hope Jacob Barsimson

will not be forgotten. He was the

first, as I have already said.

Going to New York is easy

now. You hop into an airplane

and in a few hours you are there.

Porters are grabbing your bag-

gage and a taxicab takes you to

a hotel. Jacob Barsimson's ar-

rival wasn't like that at all.

He had been on a sailing ves-

sel from Holland for some six

weeks, tossed about on the rav-

ening seas. He was happy enough

to get into the quiet waters before

New Amsterdam. The day he

landed was July 8, 1654.

I call Barsimson a V.I.P. (Very

Important Person), though he

was just a poor man hunting a

better way of earning a living,

because he was the first authenic

Jew on these shores. There is a

legend that Columbus was Jew-

ish, and his navigator was sup-

posed to have been Jewish, too.

They sailed back to Spain, but

Barsimson settled here. There is

no other than he entitled to the

honor of being the first Jew to

make his home here.

Of course, Barsimson (son of

Simson) had not the least ink-

ling of what he started here when
he got off the sailing ship, Pere-

boom ("Peartree") in the New
Amsterdam bay. In the bright

sunlight of that day there were

no intimations. The primeval for-

est that encompassed that early

New York could give no hint of

stately synagogues that would be

arising all over the place or of all

the other Jewish institutions that,

in time, would practically be New
York. The free, wild breaths of

fresh air, now imprisoned among
the skyscrapers and the tene-

ments, carried no report about

the social complex which in time

would consist of 2,000,000 Jews

at the spot where Barsimson was

making his start in a new world.

At first Jacob Barsimson was

a most lonely Jew. The Dutch,

under Peter Stuyvesant, had no

use for him whatever. Besides

being lonely, poor Barsimson

still owed some money to the ship

that had carried him from Hol-

land. Though it's not my purpose

to make a hero of Barsimson, who
just happened to be the first of

a procession of millions of immi-

grants who came here to find a

living, I can't help but admire

him. I can't help thinking: sup-

pose I were Jacob Barsimson?

Would I have had the faith and

the courage to leave my past and

to come over to make a living in

a world of Indians and unfriendly

Dutch? Probably I would have

decided on the safer evils of stay-

ing in Europe.

But it wasn't long before Bar-

simson was surrounded by more
than a minyan. A month after he

got here, twenty-three Jews out

of Brazil arrived in New York.

On September 23, 1654 the ship

from Brazil brought them there.

They had had a fairly comfort-

able life in Brazil until, in that

year, the Portuguese took the

A Man For His Time
BY STANLEY S. JACOBS

The late Richard E. Gutstadt, who was Executive Vice Chairman of the
Anti-Defamation League, died May 23. He was one or the nation's most in-

spiring persoalities in Jewish community work. The author of this personality
sketch of Dick Gutstadt, reprinted from the June issue of the ADL Bulletin,

was a lonsT-t'me associate of Mr. ^utsta^t on the ADl staff and is currently
director of the League's San Franc*sc© office.—The Editor.

On a bench in the near-deserted

airport terminal, a graying man
dozed at midnight, a fat brief-

case cradled in one arm, a copy

of Hitler's Mein Kampf open in

his lap.

An attendant shook him gently.

"Mister, your plane for Chicago

won't be in for another two
hours — it's run into bad wea-

ther."

The weary traveler opened his

eyes. He smiled with a warmth
which seemed to flow out to the

airport attendant alone of all

people in the world. Thousands
of us remember that smile. It

was the mark of a man who loved

mankind.

"Thanks very much!" said Dick

Gutstadt. "I've got time now for

a little light reading." And he

plunged again into Hitler's turgid

prose, making penciled notes on

an envelope.

For Richard E. Gutstadt, the

tireless, quick-moving director of

the Anti-Defamation League in

those turbulent days, recognized

Hitler for the madman he was.

And Dick's bear-trap mind and
golden oratory were stinging

Americans into an awareness of

the full dimensions of the Nazi

menace.

The physical Dick is gone. Dead
of cancer at 66. No longer does

this warm man with the lined

face ride the airliners, milk trains

and busses in his role of latter-

day Paul Revere, crying out

against oppression, religious ha-

tred, and fanacitism.

But the real "REG" is imper-

ishable.

As long as there is an Anti-

Defamation League, the spirit of

the man whom toastmasters de-

lighted in introducing as "Mr.

ADL" will permeate the agency,

its people and its purpose, infus-

ing them with a dedication and

an inner conviction which were

the hallmarks of his life.

Dick's incandescent belief in

the dignity of man and the goal

of human freedom was ignited

by the visitors in his home dur-

ing his San Francisco boyhood.

He was born in the Bay city in

1888

"I saw the great liberals of that

era in the home of my father,"

Dick once said. His father was

Cut a five-pound haddock into

four-inch slices. Cut a big hole

into each slice, preserving the

backbone and skin. Put this meat,

cut from the fish, into a wooden
tray, add to it four large onions

and a sprig of parsley. Chop until

very fine, then add two eggs, a

dash of pepper and cinnamon, a

pinch of salt, and a tablespoon of

sugar. To this add enough crack-

er dust to stiffen it. Put this

filling into the holes cut in the

fish.

Take a saucepan, put in one

sliced onion, a sprig of parsley, a

small sliced carrot, a dash of

pepper, and a pinch of salt. Put

the fish into the saucepan, cover

with cold water, and let it boil

slowly for one hour. At the end of

the hour take out the fish, and

put on a platter. Preserve the

water or gravy in which the fish

was boiled for the sauce.

Egg sauce for fish: Beat the

yokes of two eggs thoroughly.

Into the beaten yolks slowly pour

the gravy in which the fish was

boiled, stirring constantly. Stand

this on the back of the stove to

boil for five minutes, stirring

constantly so as to prevent burn-

ing.

BAKED FISH
Wash and dry the fish, rub-

bing inside and outside with salt;

stuff with a bread stuffing and

sew. Sprinkle with salt and pep-

per and place in a hot oven with-

out water. As soon as it begins

to brown add hot water and but-

ter and baste every ten minutes.

Bake until done, allowing an

hour or more for a large fish,

twenty or thirty minutes for a

small one. Remove to a hot plat-

ter; draw out the strings; gar-

nish with slices of lemon well

covered with chopped parsley

and serve with Hollandaise sauce.

BOILED TROUT

Cut up celery root, one onion,

and a sprig of parsley, tie the

fish in a napkin and lay it on

this bed of roots; pour in enough
water to cover and add a dash of

vinegar—the vinegar keeps the

fish firm—then boil over a quick

fire and add more salt to the

water in which the fish has been

boiled. Lay your fish on a hot

platter and prepare the following

sauce: set a cup of sweet cream
in a kettle, heat it, add a table-

spoon of fresh butter, salt and

pepper, and thicken with a table-

spoon of flour which has been

wet with a little cold milk, stir

this paste into the cream and

boil about one minute, stirring

constantly; pour over the fish.

Boil two eggs, and while they are

boiling, blanch about a dozen or

more almonds and stick them into

the fish, points up; cover the

eggs with cold water, peel them,

separate the whites from the

yolks, chop each separately; gar-

nish the fish, first with a row of

chopped yolks, then whites, until

all is used; lay chopped parsley

all around the platter.

Fresh cod and striped bass

may be cooked in this way.

FISH PIQUANT

Cook any large fish in salt

water—salmon is particularly

nice prepared in this style—add

one cup of vinegar, onions, celery

root and parsley. When the fish

is cooked enough, remove it from

the fire, kettle and all—letting

the fish remain in its sauce until

the following sauce is prepared:

Take the yolks of two eggs,

one-half teaspoon of Colman's

mustard (dry), salt, pepper, a

tablespoon of butter, a table-

spoon of vinegar, one-half glass

water and some fish gravy. Boil

in double boiler until thick. Take

some parsley, green onions, ca-

pers, shallots and one large vine-

gar pickle and some astragon,

chop all up very fine; chop up

the hard-boiled whites separately

and then add the sauce; mix all

this together thoroughly, then

taste to see if seasoned to suit.

ican labor; Henry George, the

renowned 'single-taxer'—and An-

drew Furuseth, the gaunt, raw-

boned head of the Sailors Union

of the Pacific."

Of all these champions of the

underdog, none made a greater

impression on Dick than did Furu-

seth. The youngster recoiled in

shock at the tales he heard of

vile conditions on American ves-

sels, where sailors were virtually

slaves at sea. It was Furuseth

—

lonely voice of these lost souls

—

who stung Dick into youthful re-

solve to strike hard at human
degraduation and brutality when-

even he could.

History has a way of conjur-

ing up the right man for the right

role when the curtain goes up on

a crucial era. The emergence of

Hitler and the Nazi reign of the

1930's thrust Dick Gutstadt onto

the center of a stage he was to

occupy for more than 20 years.

He had been appointed national

director of ADL in 1931, trans-

planting his family from San

Francisco to Chicago. But his own
roots were spread across the na-

tion. Here was a one-time printer

and Jewish community worker

who had never finished high

school, yet he was a self-educated

man who put Phd's to shame with

his fantastic fund of knowledge,

his forensics, and the strategy he

devised to meet the threat of a

burgeoning American fascism.

Dick's sympathy for the vic-

tims of Nazism invested his every

phrase and sentence with haunt-

ing imagery of totalitarian terror.

One morning, a new stenogra-

pher—hired only the day before

—ran from his office weeping un-

controllably. "Those letters he

dictates—I cry as the words

come out," she explained. "It's

just as if I myself were one of

those poor concentration camp
victims he is writing about!"

Dick's vivid and lengthy letters

goaded countless B'nai B'rith and

community leaders to action on

behalf of the vital ADL program.

He always was concerned with

the "lost" Jews of America, those

few families living in small towns,

most of them remote from the

mainstreams of Jewish life,
thought and action. Many a Jew-

ish business or professional man
who virtually had forgotten his

religious identity, came to life

with a vengeance after Dick chug-

ged into town in his beat-up Chev-

rolet.

He was diligent in speaking

before handfuls of these marginal

Jews on the dangers confronting

them. He stressed positive Ameri-

can and Jewish values. They lov-

ed it. Identify yourself as an ADL
man in these towns even now

—

20 years later— and the air

crackles with nostalgic talk of

what "your Mr. Gutstadt did for

our community."

His reading was prodigious.

Dick never forgot what his proto-

graphic mind speedily registered.

His mind worked equally well

with names and faces. Years af-

ter speaking in Walla Walla, he

would recall the names of people

he met but once, their business,

children, hobbies and concerns.

Upon meeting them years later,

it was as if he had parted from
them only the week before.

One morning, he turned up in

the reception room of the ADL's

Chicago office, a depressed, shab-

by character. "I want to see Gut-

stadt!" he barked sullenly. With-

in 15 minutes, he was seated in

Dick's office while puzzled staff

members speculated on the na-

ture of this visit by the self-

styled Irish fuehrer.

"I need a job. I've got a wife

and three kids to support!" the

young man blurted out to Dick.

"If you kick me out now, you'd

be right—I've been a louse with

this act about being another Hit-

ler. I thought I could make some
money. J'm ashamed now and

want to apologize."

Dick fired questions at him.

A half-hour passed. Then Dick

reached for the phone and called

his good friend, Bishop Bernard

Sheil, famed militant head of

Chicago's Catholic Youth Organi-

zation. Within a few days, the

erstwhile Hitler landed a job

through the Bishop, who acted on

Dick's recommendation.

"This boy will go straight,"

Dick said. "I'm sure of my man."

He wrote regular col-

umns and editorials in defense

of democracy and religiously sent

the clippings to his benefactors.

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ston, a country boy who became
a big corporation lawyer. Living-

ston was a man to whom words
were like dollars, to be used wise-

ly and sparingly. His grunt of ap-

proval was equivalent to a speech.

"Let's get Sig's slant on it!"

was a frequent Gutstadt reaction.

If Livingston disagreed, Dick

would back off, then charge in

from another direction. He rare-

ly left the Livingston law office

without an assenting grunt or a

scrawled okay.

Dick believed fervently in the

powers of reason and persuasion.

One day a telegram came from
Detroit that Henry Ford wanted

to see him. Henry, Sr., had some
questions to ask and some state-

ments to make. Coming from a

tycoon who had pitted his em-

pire in the 1920's against a mythi-

cal Jewish menace, this was an

invitation hard to resist.

Dick had been ill, but he climb-

ed from bed to catch a night

plane to Detroit. A day later, he

returned in an almost jaunty

mood.

"First time I ever met a bil-

lionaire!" Dick said. "Mr. Ford

wanted to know why the Jews

didn't like him. I gave him the

reasons right on the barrelhead.

He's an old and confused man,

the victim of bad influence, mis-

information, and ignorance.

"I'm not claiming I left him

pure, but he knows now the

phony nature of the Protocols of

the Elders of Zion and how un-

fair he has been to the Jewish

people."

Dick's love for B'nai B'rith,

every aspect of it, was unparallel-

ed. Pockets always filled with

membership blanks, he would re-

cruit stranger and friend alike

for the Order. His magic voice,

buttressed by a glowing sincerity,

won thousands to B'nai B'rith

He was not yet 30 when, like his

father, he was elected president

of District Grand Lodge No. 4.

"I believe the American heri-

tage of freedom and opportunity

should make a bigger and better

Jewish community, not a smaller,

assimilated remnant," he once de-

clared. Indeed synagogue life

claimed much of his few spare

hours.

When his own temple, Chica-

go's venerable Sinai, embarked
on a postwar building campaign,

the ailing Dick disregarded his

doctor's advice and went out

night after night, speaking at

great and small gatherings on be-

half of the synagogue. He served

as president of Sinai at a time

when he sensed his months were
numbered. But it was character-

istic of Dick that the more he

suffered physically, the greater

he gave his spirit, his mind and
his heart.

Folks always commented on
Dick's enviable family life, and
the sense of sharing which en-

veloped it when his children were
unmarried and lived at home.

"If democracy is to work,"

Dick said with a twinkle, "the

home is the place to prove it.

If it works there, it will succeed

any place."

He wasn't sloganeering. When
there was a decision to be made
in the Gutstadt household, Dick,

as chairman, convened a session

of the family council. Each young-

ster had a vote. The problem was
openly discussed by all—whether
it was a disputed vacation plan,

who was to pay for a bike ' re-

pair job, or the matter of the

correct bedtime hour.

The will of the majority pre-

vailed. The four Gutstadt children

frequently carried the issue by
sheer numbers, outballoting the

chairman and his beloved wife

Neva.

Now, the physical Dick is gone.

But his monuments lie all about

us. Whenever a summer work-

shop in human relations brings

together young people of all

races and faiths, there his spirit

hovers. It shines through the

growing list of legal proscrip-

tions against discrimination. It

glows in a prize-winning ADL
film. When the committees of the

League meet to consider momen-
tous steps or programs, the spirit

of Richard E. Gutstadt and his

intuitive feel for the just, the

democratic, always will prevail.

For history made the man. And
the man in turn made history.

I AM A HAPPY JEW
The Credo of a Folk Humorist

I am a happy Jew, free and

well-adjusted. I have cured my-

self of possible Jewish schizo-

phrenia (a common disease)

through identification with my
people.

When in my TV performances

am flooded with mail from non-

Jews who ask, "What makes you

think your mother was different?

My mother used to be the same
way."

It takes a great deal of educa-

tion to make a total Jew, a well-

integrated Jew, a happy Jew. The

same philosophy which the Jew-

ish Community Center breeds in

the kids. I should like to say a

word about the role the Jewish

Community Center played in

making Sam Levenson a well-

integrated Jew.

As a child I lived near the 92nd

St. YM-YWHA. I attended the Y
Talmud Torah for several years.

This happened after a period of

having the rebbe come to our

house, as was the custom in those

days. At first my father was
afraid of the Y Talmud Torah
because the teacher spoke Eng-

lish, but his attitude changed

when he found out that for the

first time in my life I understood

in English what I had been re-

peating verbatim in Hebrew. It

wasn't long after that papa came
to see me perform in a play by
Israel Zangwill.

The Y also had a music school,

a choral group, a symphony or-

chestra, and concerts. I scratched

a little on the violin there. I took

part in dramatics—and yes, even

athletics. Papa thought that ath-

letics was the first step toward

becoming a gangster, but at the

Y it was all right—it was kosher.

The kids who went down to the Y
were the lucky ones. They had

things to do there and kept them
out of trouble; also, they got a

bath in warm water.

And I went swimming at the

Y. On Friday mornings, the

neighborhood kids could swim

for 3 cents—2 cents for a towel,

I am always conscious that I

am a Jew. I always carry the re-

sponsibility of being a Jew. I tell

no dialect jokes, no stories that

would be offensive to minority

groups, no "little Jew" stories.

There were no "little Jews" in

the fight for Israel's independ-

ence, there were no "little Jews"

in the Warsaw Ghetto, there were

no "little Jews" in Okinawa.

There are Jews in my profes-

sion who have suggested that I

changed my na?ne. ? You cati get

much farther that way," they

say. True. You can go farther

—

larther and farther. But how far

away do I care to go v And if I am
not accepted as a Jew, but as 1

'neutral," which have I achieved?

When I became a professional

humorist, the National Jewish

Welfare Board's (JWB'sj Jewish

Center Lecture Bureau sent me
to Jewish Community Centers all

over the country. I saw the work

being done, and I was proud. In

these Centers I found concerts,

readings, forums, plays, dance

recitals—Jewish culture alive, vi-

brant, meaningful. And what is

most surprising to me now is the

presence in the Center of papa's

group, singing, dancing, enjoying

the Jewish environment, and at

the other extreme the grandchil-

dren in the nursery schools learn-

ing Jewish customs and traditions

at the very outset of their lives.

Papa was afraid of assimila-

tion. This is not assimilation. This

is integration. We have develop-

ed American techniques for

strengthening Jewish life.

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TERCENTENARY GALLERY
By Bernard Postal

Director of Information, Jewish Welfare Board

That the builders of the Ameri-

can Jewish community, which

now begins its Tercentenary year,

and the principal founlers and

leaders of the Jewish Community
Center movement, now conclud-

ing its Centennial year, were to a

striking degree the same people

is one of the little noticed facts

of American Jewish history.

When the Jewish Community
Center was born in 1854, Ameri-

can Jewry was already 200 years

old, but the Jewish community,

numbering barely more than

60,000, had not yet created any

institutions except synagogues

and a scattering of benevolent,

fraternal, social and burial socie-

ties. Except for B'nai B'rith there

was not a single organization of

more than local character.

The whole complex of national

organizations and institutions had

yet to be created, and so a sur-

prisingly large number of the

men and women whose place in

American Jewish history is se-

cure because of the role they

played in building American

Jewry's network of national agen-

cies were actively involved at

various times in the develop-

ment of the Center movement.

From its very inception, the

YMHA, as the Jewish Community
Center was originally called, at-

tracted to its leadership the top

names in American Jewry. In

Isaac Leeser of Philadelphia, one

of the first spokesmen for the

Jewish community, was an active

participant in the Young Men's

Hebrew Literary Society, out of

which grew the Philadelphia

YMHA. Rabbi Isaac Mayer Wise,

founder of the Union of Ameri-

can Hebrew Congregations, the

Hebrew Union College and the

Central Conference of American

Rabbis, was among the ardent

supporters of the Cincinnati Cen-

ter in the 1860's and 1870's, as

was his fellow townsman, Rabbi

Max Lilienthal. The latter, an

early advocate of a national

union of YMHA's, proposed in

1870 that the YMHA's join for-

ces to create a Hebrew Literary

Publication Society. Simon Wolf,

for half a century the Washington

spokesman for the Union of

American Hebrew Congregations,

B'nai B'rith and the American

society that was the progenitor

of the Cleveland Center. In 1869

he urged the formation of a na-

tional association of Y. M. H. A.'s.

"Why not real marble fronts to

show our social and intellectual

conditions as citizens and Israe-

lites," asked the man who was

later to become president of B'nai

B'rith.

The founders of the New York

(1874) and Philadelphia (1875 )

YMHA's. the two oldest existing

Centers, were virtually a Jewish

who's who of their communities.

Lewis May, first president of the

New York Y, had been president

of Temple Emanu-El. The emi-

nent Hebrew scholar and editor,

Mayer Sulzberger, was the Phila-

delphia Y's first president. Jacon

H. Schiff, whose name is written

large in the annals of Jewish

learning and philanthropy, was

one of the earliest suporters of

the Y in New York and later of

the Center movement nationally.

When one looks back on the

past 100 years, one finds that

that period started as a period of

divisiveness in the American Jew-

ish community. We were an in-

ternally divided community—

a

community divided by groups

—

and as time went on the divisions

increased rather than diminished.

That was not always so. Most

of the 300 years that we have

been in this country we had been

a united community. Up to the

Revolution and into the 19th

century every city which had a

Jewish community had one con-

gregation only. Even New York,

the oldest of them which now
celebrates its 300th anniversary,

did not have a second congrega-

tion until 1825. In other words,

HAPPY NEW YEAR

for nearly 175 years — or 171

years, anyway—there was only

one congregation and any Jew
belonging to a congregation at

all belonged to the Spanish-Port-

uguese group and there were no

divisions.

It is a matter of record that

when the Spanish-Portuguese con-

gregation in New York built its

first structure, its first synagogue

—back in 1730—the majority of

the members were already Ash-

kenazim, German and Polish

Jews, even though the ritual was
Sephardic.

This went on until, in the 19th

century, there began a division

between Spanish-Portuguese and

German communities. It was then

we began having more and more
communal groups. This was the

period of division; between Se-

phardic and Ashkenazic, between

the German Jews, coming in the

first part of the 19th century,

and the East European Jews; di-

visions between the Russian Jews

and Polish Jews; Rumanian Jews

and Hungarian Jews—and what

not.

These divisions, at the begin-

ning of this century, assumed an

almost catastrophic character. It

is unbelievable when we hear it

today, but it was true, that for a

Russian Jew to marry a Galician

Jewess—or vice versa—amount-

ed almost to intermarriage.

When the first YMHA
was started in New York in 1888

Julia Richmand, later to be one

can Jewry's agency for serving

the religious and welfare needs

of Jews in military service. Many

of the same personalities who

had been responsible for the

growth of the Center movement

before the war lent their aid and

prestige to the new agency which

in 1922 was merged with the

Council under the name of JWB.

We Were Not Always
Divided

(Continued From Page 73)

What is even more tragic is

that you needed, at that time, an

FEPC among Jews because one

group of Jews discriminated, on

principle, in employment—cer-

tainly in communal employment,

but even in private employment
—against Jews of another coun-

try of origin. What made it even

more tragic is the fact that these

divisions were so artificial and

devoid of historic background.

It is true the Sephardim and
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Ashkenazim have been divided

for a thousand years. There are

distinct Sephardic rituals and
Ashkenazic rituals and the dif-

ferences, right or wrong, are ex-

plainable on grounds of princi-

ple. But the divisions betwen
German Jews, Polish Jews and
Russian Jews are artificial divi-

sions only a few generations old.

To be sure, there are vital

differences betwen orthodoxy

and reform and conservatism.

There were differences between
religious Jews and non-religious

or even unthinking religious

Jews. Those differences were not

artificial. Those were based upon
ideology, upon conviction, upon
belief or disbelief.

The divisiveness of the late

19th century—of orthodoxy, mili-

tant orthodoxy, soon militant re-

form and, before very long, mili-

tant Zionism and militant anti-

Zionism—all are based on ideol-

ogy. That divisiveness was fully

justified—but it was here that

this community became a house

divided against itself. Early in

the century it looked as if people

couldn't get together around one

table.

It is against this background

that we can understand the great

services rendered by the Jewish

Community Center movement
which started exactly a century

ago.

There were antecedents to it

a few years earlier. Those Ger-

man Jews who were coming here

in the 1830's and 1840's came
Europe which still deserved at

that time — unfortunately, not

much longer thereafter — the

name of a nation of poets and

thinkers. When they arrived in

this country they found that the

civilization was not as high as

it was in the country which they

left. But they realized that that

was only a temporary shortcom-

ing and that this country was

making great strides forward.

They were looking forward to the

next generation or two. in which

America would far outstrip the

old lands of Europe in its cultural

achievements and in its civiliza-

tion.

It was that group of German
Jewish immigrants who organiz-

ed back in 1850—even before '54

—the first "Young Men's Hebrew
Literary Association.' It was

founded in Philadelphia in 1850.

The first Young Men's Christian

Association was established late

in 1851—a whole year later! The
name is not borrowed from the

Christian group but, if you want

to say so, the Christians borrowed 1

it from the Jews—althouyh the

connection is not fully establish-

ed.

But it was a literary associa-

tion—to read books. Social con-

tacts were outlawed. You couldn't

dance in the quarters of such a

society, for example, and cer-

tainly you couldn't gamble. In

J 354, however, came the first

regular YMHA and its principle

was—let's just get together on

an inlcrmal basis regardless of

ideology, regardless of economic

or social background, regardless

of whether of ideology, regard-

less of economic oi social back

ground, regardless of whether

they were Orthodox, Reform.

German, Galicians or anything

else. It was thought, 'Jews

should get together." They should

cultivate their social contacts,

cultivate an informal type of ed-

ucation and bridge the chasms

which existed between one group

and another.

Here was a disorganized com-

munity, a militantly divided com-

munity which needed a neutral

meeting place. They explored the

new possibilities and found the

answer in the Jewish Community
Center movement. That Center

movement grew into such tre-

mendous proportions that it now
has not only 350 groups in this

country but it is spreading into

the Old World. Even Jerusalem

is now building a Jewish Center

I was in Johannesburg a few

years ago and they were deeply

involved in planning for a Jew-

ish Center.

tism has often helped cement

Jewish unity. Under pressure

from the outside Jews often

united—and they had been di-

vided without that pressure. Cer-

tainly, Hitler united this Ameri-

can Jewish community more than

any other individual factor could

have.

Whatever the reason, here is a

much more united cohesive com-

munity, a community, however,

which is still searching for its ra-

tionale—for its peculiar charac-

teristics. We are in greatest need,

practically as well as ideological-

ly of developing a real feeling

for the American Jewish heritage.

Until now we have been accus-

tomed to being nurtured in our

thinking by ideologies developed

elsewhere.

Cry-Baby

CASABLANCA—The room in

the OSE dispensary held about

100 children, more or less, rang-

ing from three to eight years.

Boys and girls, everyone of them
had a shaven scalp. In treating

tinea (ringworm of the scalp) it

is necessary to remove every hair

in the head, root and all.

The process is simple. A pre-

pared mixture is spread on the

head and, as it hardens, it mats

itself into the hair. When the

mixture is set it is pulled off and

with it comes the hair, roots and

all. An attendant or a nurse then

goes over the child's head with

a pair of tweezers, plucking out

the single hairs that still remain.

A terribly painful process, yet

none of these youngsters squirm-

ed or cried out—only one was

in tears. Life in the Jewish mel-

lahs, or ghettoes, of Morocco is

bitter and hard. It teaches you

patience and silent acceptance of

your lot in life. One accepts pain

unquestioningly — there is so

much of it. So these hundred

children sat, still and quiet, while

the attendants probed for remain-

ing roots of hair, plucked the

scalps smooth and clean.

The six-year-old girl who was

crying wasn't even a patient.

There was nothing wrong with

her, though you could see by the

length of the hair growing on

her head that she, too, had re-

rently gone through the same

process. She had brolght her

three-year-old brother to the dis-

pensary and was holding him in

her lap. And as the attendant

plucked his head she sat there

and cried because of the pain her

little brother was undergoing.

Some 25,000 men, women and

children are treated monthly in

the vast network of Joint Distri-

bution Committee-supported OSE
health centers throughout Mo-

rocco. In these centers JDC has

proved that modern drugs and

medicines can cure trachoma and

tinea, diseases which afflict tens

of thousands of Jewish slum chil-

dren. Infant mortality has been

cut, in some areas by as much
as 90 per cent, since JDC began

its child-health activities, with

funds provided by the United

Jewish Appeal.

FEZ—The Alliance Israelite

School in this city is among the

finest in Morocco—perhaps in all

North Africa. But not all the

Jews in Fez send their children

to the Alliance Israelite school

In the first place, there isn't

room enough for all of them; in

the second place there are many
in North Africa who will trust

their children only to the more
traditional schools: the Ozar Ha-

torah, the Lubavitcher, the com-

munity-operated Talmud Torah.

There was a young man who
went out of the mellah of Fez

and went to Casablanca to study

in the Lycee. When he was

through there he made his way
to Israel and studied further. He
became completely Europeaniz-

ed; he wore modern clothes and

learned to use Hebrew as a living

language. And he determined to

go back to Fez and devote his

life to teaching the Jewish youth

of his native city.

But parents would not trust

their children to this smooth-

shaven, trousered apostle of mod-

ernism—and he was determined

to teach. So he grew a beard, he

donned again the Arab-style

robes and the black felt skull

cap; he cast off his shoes and

socks and shuffled about in yel-

low, backless slippers. And today

he is the head of the largest Tal-

mud Torah in Fez—and he

teaches his pupils from the Bi-

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impassable at this point. The
cities to the North and West are

marvels of modernity—compar-
ed to Demnat. Even Arabic is a

foreign language here, for the

people speak the Berber tongue

which is indigenous to the area.

The mellah of Demnat existed

largely as it is today in the

eleventh century, according to

the records. How much older it

is nobody knows. Except for the

quadrangle of the Alliance Israe-

lite School, the newest building

is more than 300 years old. It

has its own wall, separate and

apart from the Berber city. Its

streets are narrow and winding

—

and unspeakably filthy. Its resi-

dents still live in the middle ages.

I wandered aimlessly through

the mellah, peeking in through

open doorways into houses inhab-

ited jointly by men and animals.

Except for the black felt skull

caps which they wore instead

of the red fez, they looked, acted

and lived just like Arabs. They

spoke neither Hebrew nor

French, but the local Berber dia-

lect. But as I walked around I

slowly became aware that I was

among Jews. There were mez-

zuzahs on every door-post. I pass-

ed the local Talmud Torah. I saw

synagogues. In certain houses I

spied the familiar blue box of

the Koren Kayameth. And then

finally I came to a building mark-

ed "Gemilath Hessed," the Jew-

ish community's center for the

distribution of alms to the needy.

There I met the head of the com-

munity.

"Yes," he told me, "we have

not been sitting all these cen-

turies, waiting for JDC to come
and help us. We have remained

Jews and retained our traditional

Jewish institutions.

Brandeis University's New
Unique Interfaith Project

Construction of a unique inter-

faith project, consisting of sep-

arate Catholic, Protestant, and

Jewish chapels, will begin immed-

iately on the campus of Brandeis

University, it was announced to-

day. It will mark the first time

on any university campus that

such a religious grouping of in-

dividual structures has been un-

dertaken.

With this chapel concept the

six year old liberal arts univer-

sity, only Jewish-founded nonsec-

tarian institution of higher learn-

ing in the United States, makes

a sharp departure from custo-

mary chapel practice at denomi-

nationally sponsored colleges.

Traditionally the chapels con-

structed at colleges and univer-

sities stemming from a religious

faith are built as a chapel of that

faith. Hospitality to use the fa-

cility is extended to students of

other faiths, but the chapel re-

mains an edifice in the image

of the host group.

University officials made it

clear that the presence of the

chapels would not alter the in-

stitution's policy of non-denomi-

national activities. No official

chaplain will be named by the

University, nor will any chapel

services be made compulsory.

Instead, it is announced, the

three extra-curricular religious

groups on campus which cater

to the religious needs of the

students will be responsible for

the use of each facility.

Thus the Hillel Foundation will

ions and parties. He curbed his

latural impatience. He was gra-

cious and considerate, sharp in

retort, but quick to recover bal-

ince. He was aware of the drama-

tic. His interventions in debate

were well-timed, arresting, but

controlled. He became a skilled

parliamentarian in a democratic

assembly in which procedures

and languages fought for domi-

nance. He was seldom an orator.

He spoke as if he were the First

Minister of State. He gave the im-

pression of a man convinced of

the validity of his mandate which

stood higher than the vote of

Congress. Beneath his public calm

and reserve, a fierce restlessness

beat against his strained heart.

All his unrevealed talents con-

verged to provide the audacity to

become the first Jewish diplo-

mat, the first to negotiate the

cause of re-establishing the Jew-

ish State on practical, political

levels. The man of letters became
a political strategist and diplo-

mat. He seemed to carry the cre-

dentials of an ancient people who
had regained old political man-

ners and came straight to the

throne of public opinion, seek-

ing not special favors or mercy,

but the righting of an ancient

wrong. The heart of his plea was

sovereignty, freedom, home. He
was not an economist. He was

not a financier. But he had the

gift of an extraordinary imagina-

tion and an amazing resourceful-

ness. He was able to find harmo-

ny in discord, unity in diversity.

It required great resoluteness at

that time to face an arrogant

Kaiser and to plead the Jewish

cause with restraint and dignity.

The effort to see and influence

the Sultan of Turkey—to brush

as'de the army of great ingenuity.

The influence of the Kaiser died

early, but Herzl played the game
with the Sultan to the bitter end,

when the crafty ruler finally

offered him Mesopotamia, Syria

and Anatolia for colonization, but

specifically excluded Palestine.

When the time came for him to

turn to England it was, in fact,

the last available station on the

adventuresome march begun in

1894. The English offer of Ugan-

da was the only definite proposal

Herzl was ever able to bring to

his people.

It was the summation of his

life. It was a distorted climax

and a mockery. He was being

detoured to East Africa. The

movement would be called upon

to cease reference to the Return.

It would lose contact with tra-

dition and history. Zion would
become a receding memory. The
Russian Zionists for whom the

haven of refuge was intended re-

jected it with grief and dismay.

They said Zionism was the breath

of their life and they could not

stop breathing. Life could not

be sustained as apart of a politi-

cal maneuver. Although the ma-

jority was with Herzl, he knew
from the start that the battle was

lost. He went into the caucus of

the Russian Zionist and saw them
mourn over the betrayal of their

hope, and realized for the first

time how deeply rooted was the

mystic relation of the Chosen

People and the Promised Land.

He was driven by the power of

Jewish memory to abandon the

uncertain territory of his first

thought and to accept without

question the Land of Israel as the

objective of Jewish hope. He knew
then that he was not destined to

lead the Modern Exodus. He did

not have the strength to achieve

in the few years of his own life

what his people were unable to

achieve in two thousand years

of suffering and faith. He was the

forerunner. A new generation

would have to be born to take on

the burden.

He had come to the end of his

life. For ten years he had carried

on with an impaired heart. He
was sustained by the provocations

of the adventure, its frustrations,

his superhuman obstinacy. When
he launched the movement he

was a young man at the height

of a brilliant literary career. At

forty-three he was old and ex-

hausted. When the proposed de-

tour was rejected he stood where

he had started: a larger follow-

ing, instruments of action, a

press, the beginning of a bank,

a Congress, an organization, but

no nearer the political goal than

when he wrote "The Jewish

State" in 1896. One who saw him

at his last Congress said:

"The imposing figure is now

stooped. The face is sallow. The

eyes are darkened. The mouth

is drawn in pain and wracked

by passion."

He did not know that he had

fired a revolution in Jewish life

and thought. He did not know

that he had created the instru-

ment of redemption which would
live on long after his departure
and would ultimately reach the

goal he had missed. In the first

flush of revelation he had thought

freedom would come through the

contributions of Jewish philan

thropists, through foreign influ

ence bought and paid for. He or

ganized the Jewish Colonial Trust

He set in motion the Jewish Na-

tional Fund. He made the Con-

assume responsibility for the

Jewish chapel; the Newman Club

for the Catholic chapel; and the

Student Christian Association for

the Protestant chapel. All three

groups have been functioning on

campus for years.

First of the three chapels to

be named is the Jewish chapel,

which will be designated the Men-

del and Leah Berlin Chapel in

memory of the parents of a dis-

tinguished Boston surgeon, Dr.

David Berlin.

The exterior of the buildings

will be of a specially designed

glazed brick, buff colored with

irregular flecks of brown.

The wide expanses of glass,

the common outdoor pulpit, the

proximity of the wooded area,

and the natural pool have been

so planned as to bring nature

into the structures.

It was clear from the very be-

ginning of the University's life

that provision must be made for

a Chapel development. The Uni-

versity has no doctrinal slant and

there is no official chaplain nor

anv compulsory services. Denom-

inational factors do not influence

the development of the curricu-

lum nor the choice of student

body and faculty. Yet adherence

to this principle does not imply

that the University is indifferent

to the religious life of the stu-

dents, nor that it minimizes the

wholesome significance of the re-

ligious experience. Fact and data

must be integrated with value and

purpose, else the student is left

without spiritual anchorage.

Nearly three years ago, re-

sources became available for the

building of a modest Jewish

Chapel. This came about through

the grateful patients and the

friends of a distinguished Boston

surgeon, Dr. David D. Berlin, who

contributed to a fund to estao-

lish the Mendel and Leah Berlin

Chapel in memory of Dr. Berlin's

beloved parents.

(Concluded From Page 44)

country over from the Dutch.

That meant another inquisition

and the Jews had to get out.

In accordance with the pattern

of Jewish history, the twenty-

three came out of trouble in Bra-

zil to fall into new trouble in

New Amsterdam. They had been

allowed credit on the passage

fare from Brazil to New Amster-

dam; they had been sure of fi-

nancial help from friends in Hol-

land to pay the debt. When this

money failed to show up three

of them were imprisoned for

debt.

There was a period when these

Jews in New Amsterdam had to

fight for their right to do busi-

ness in a community that was

hostile to foreigners; they stood

up for their rights to have a syn-

agogue. Peter Stuyvesant at first

would have in New Amsterdam
nothing of Judaism, which he

called "an abominable religion."

But he could not tolerate any

denomination of Christianity oth-

er than Dutch Reform!

To get back to the fame of

Jacob Barsimson, I must remind

you that he stood up for his re-

ligious rights even against Stuy-

vesant. As he grew more pros-

perous he got into business liti-

gation, and there was a case that

summoned him to court on a

Saturday. On that day Jacob con-

sorted only with God, and re-

fused to appear before any les-

ser judges. The judges excused

him out of respect for his re-

ligion. That was the first recog-

nition in America of the right of

a citizen to serve his religion as

it suited him.

Well, that's Jacob Barsimsor

for you. It's not known when
he's buried, but I hope, wherevei

his grave is, he will be summonec

out of it in this 300th anniversarj

year to be properly honored, ir

the oratory of the Tercentenary

as The First American Jew.

the faiths involved to insure that

proper religious needs would be

safe-guarded.

The interior appointments

have been designed to blend with

the contemporary architecture

and spiritual mood of the faith

utilizing the facility. The pulpit,

for example, in the Jewish chapel

is being designed in an eliptical

fashion to conform to the shape

of the structure.

The Protestant chapel is de-

signed to satisfy the needs of the

major sects—Lutheran, Episco-

palian, and Presbyterian — and

will have a combination altar and

communion table.

The Protestant chapel has a

study for the minister, and the

Jewish chapel has a study for

the rabbi. The Catholic chapel is

equipped with a sacristy.

The next stage in the develop-

ment of the Chapel concept came

when the original pattern was

enlarged to provide for separate

Catholic and Protestant areas in

the lower story of the proposed

Temple. In this way, there would

be completely separate facilities

for each group. But this was also

ultimately discarded, because of

the general feeling that no

groups ought to be consigned to

basements, however mellifluous-

ly the area might be designated.

Finally, the present concept

emerged from all of the discus-

sion. There are to be three beau-

tiful Chapels, of equal dignity

and adequacy, grouped around a

lovely pool. There will also be

an open altar serving a very large

common area so that functions

which are planned for such com-

mon purposes as Thanksgiving,

Baccalaurate, Vesper Services,

and the like can be performed

against the background of the

three Chapels. But when Catho-

lics wish to celebrate a Mass or

a special Catholic Service, or

when Protestants gather for a

unique religious experience, or

when Jews are drawn to a Sab-

bath or holiday service, they each

have their own religious facilities

for the purpose.

In this way, there is emphasis

on the equality of all creeds

rather than the pseudo-liberalism

of a "least common denominator

tolerance." The pattern to be de-

veloped faithfully mirrors the

University's pan-sectarian prin-

ciple while preserving the integ-

rity of each form of religious

ivorship.

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Three Hundred Years of Freedom
(Cont'nued From Page 16)

was Isaac Mayer Wise, who came
from Bohemia in 1848 and in the

ensuing decades became the lead-

er of Reform Judaism in Ameri-

ca. The emergence of Reform
Judaism led to the crystallization

of the Orthodox and Conserva-

tive groups as they, too, sought

to adjust their Judaism to the

American scene. Under Wise, the

Reform movement gained signifi-

cance, with many dynamic young-

er rabbis rallying around him.

The first Reform congregation in

the U. S. was formed in Cincin-

nati, Ohio, in 1854.

The fact that American Jews

were sharply divided during the

Civil War is in itself an indication

of their integration into Ameri-

can life.

In 1875, Isaac Mayer Wise had

established Hebrew Union Col-

lege, the oldest rabbinical school

in the country. Later in the cen-

tury, the great Yeshiva Univer-

sity started modestly as a semi-

nary for Orthodox rabbis and

became the first university under

Jewish auspices. The Jewish The-

ological Seminary of America,

the seat of Conservative Judaism,

was founded in 1887. The three

have distinguished graduate

schools, teacher training schools,

unique libraries and impressive

records of scholarship. There are

also other rabbincial seminaries

in this country. Brandeis Univer-

sity, a non-sectarian institution

of higher learning under Jewish

auspices, opened its doors in 1948.

On college campuses throughout

the country Hillel Foundations

serve Jewish students and pro-

vide them with a dynamic link

to Jewish culture.

In the recurrent crises of the

20th century, American Jews

have shown their awareness of

their responsibilities under free-

dom : in World War I and World

War II, in their efforts to pro-

mote world peace after both

these holocausts, in their efforts

There is no denying that we have progressed. We have

[ireater wealth today than the world has known in its entire his-

bry, but we have greater poverty. Our machines are capable of

providing everyone with all of the necessities of life, yet, there

[re more people in want in this world today than ever before.

We have more forms of amusement now than the mind of man
jould dream of in the past. Whv, the world is brought into our

[ery living room, but less people are hapov todav than in past

fenerations. We have reached speeds that exceed the swiftness of

Hind, but we are creating problems with the speed of light. We
lave the finest medical men turned out in our universities, and
let too many people suffer and die from lack of medical atten-

lion. We have many religions, but very little faith. And though
re have over five million Jews in this great country of ours, we
re far from possessing enough Judaism.

These and many other equally important paradoxes are re-

ealed in their true light during these awesome days, putting
(hem in their correct perspective and demanding that we find

jitisfactory solutions to them all.

It is not within the province of this writer to tackle all of
he manifold problems touched upon in the past few para-

graphs, nor does he even profess to be able to give satisfactory

answers to most of them. Let us cast the light of our lamp on
some problems that are closer to home, problems that are within
our hands to take up and solve.

Rabbi Judah the Patriarch made a wise observation in the

"Ethics of the Fathers." ".
. . know what is above thee—a seeing

eye and a hearing ear and all thy deeds are written in a book."
Any idea, any problem first needs the visionary to discover that

there is a want, sometimes to predict that there will be a need.

Thus, the prophet came to a world that accepted idolatry, and
pointed out to these blunderers that they were lost and they

didn't even know it. Or he told them at a time when the very
foundations of the nation shook and when they were about to

be torn from their homeland, "buy property and build homes."
He saw in their hour of desruction their return to the land of

their fathers. After the prophet came the scholar who did not

have the vision of the prophet, but as able to blueprint all that

they taught into a liveable, practical program for man. Today,
we find ourselves in the third stage. All that the eye of the

prophet saw and all that the ear of the scholar heard, had to be

put into practical use for all to enjoy and utilize.

We, the Jews of North Carolina have come a long way in

the past few years towards solving our many and vital prob-

lems. Thirtv vears ago there were but three Rabbis to care for

the needs of the Jews of the state, today there are over twenty
dedicated spiritual leaders. A few short years ago the greater

percentage of our children couldn't recognize a Hebrew letter,

much less read and write in our sacred tongue; today, our chil-

dren conduct their own services at youth conferences. We, who
had been the observers and followers have taken a militant stand

in Jewish life. Adult education was given a decided impetus

through the B'nai B'rith Institutes. The problem of small com-
munities who could not afford a full time Rabbi was solved with

the hiring of the Circuit Riding Rabbi. Our lamps are being

lit revealing our pressing needs for us to solve.

This year, the North Carolina Association of Jewish

Women sent a delegation to Richmond, Virginia, to study the

home for the aged in that city. The Jews of this state are very

concerned about the problem of the ever increasing numbers of

aged men and women who are in need of a place in which they

could find companionship, freedom from care, understanding

and attention. The committee learned that over 3 per cent of

the general population would gladly enter a home, if there were

such a place available. That means, that North Carolina with

a population of approximately 9,000 Jews, has around two hun-

dred and seventy persons eligible for a home for the aged. Even if

only 10 per cent of them would go, that would be 27.

One may ask how acute is the need for a home for the

aged? The answer lies in the simple fact that not a week has

rolled bv since the project was mentioned, but that another call

has come in asking for a place where one could enter an aged

person.

Practically every sizable Jewish community has one or

more Old Folks Home, where grandfathers and grandmothers

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HARRY E. WEDECK

I, Rusticus, son of Asterius, of

the Jewish faith, write this as my
last days are approaching. My
life has been long, and it is fitting

to set down the great event that

occurred when I was a young

man. I am therefore committing

to writing, on this sheepskin

scroll, the story of the invasion

of the Visigoths into the city of

Rome, where I then lived. I be-

lieve the details will be of inter-

est to my descendants, who may
read into them their real signifi-

cance.

I am writing in the cottage of

a Greek fisherman, on a small

island off Sicily. I shall intrust

the manuscript to this fisherman

and if it survives, let it be a

token that the past and the pres-

ent are one, and that what has

been may be again.

Rome was then in its glory. But

a city of glory means also a city

of corruption. Looking back now,

I feel that Alaric's assault and the

final downfall of the capital city

were a kind of cosmic retribution,

a mark of the Lord's vengeance.

I can still see vividly what

Rome was like in those days. With

its broad avenues, its squander-

ing patricians, its large slave

population, its foreigners and

dancing girls, its magicians and

gymnasts. The city was always

astir with banquets and orgies.

The Emperor distributed baskets

of food to the populace, and

amused them with gladiatorial

contests. Betting on the chariot

races was rife, and dice playing

filled the wineshops. Ammianus
Marcellinus, one of our notable

historians, lamented that singers

and dancers were in greater es-

teem than philosophers. Even our

fellow Jews were affected. And,

thinking it the better part of dis-

cretion to imitate their fellow

Witness To Vengeance
A Yom Kippur Legend

Of Ancient Rome

Romans, they plunged into ex-

cesses all the more eagerly.

The Jewish youth aped the pa-

gan youth in dress and manner-

isms, in wantonness and disre-

gard for our traditions. The Jew-

ish women worried about their

gowns, imported from Constanti-

nople or Egypt. But, reflecting

on myself, was I then better? No.

Because I was poorer, and had to

make my own way. I did odd

jobs and dallied with all kinds

of old lore, but in some respects

I was very worldly myself. I

watched the chariot races, mak-

ing small bets on the Red or

Green. Now and then I had a

goblet of cheaper Falernian at a

wineship. Sometimes I just ob-

served the variety of the street

scene.

An old man's pen wanders. I

lived then with my young wife

and young son on the right bank

of the Tiber. I was now producing

leather goods for the Roman cus-

tomers, and had some three hun-

dred slave workers. In the Jewish

community I was among the no-

tables, and on the Sabbath I was

often called to the Bima, to read

the scroll.

Rome had a fairly large Jewish

population then, but Rome was

a Christian city. And paganism

was dying. Apollinaris Sidonius

and Symmachus in their letters

mentioned strange portents, and

Claudian our court poet retails

their ominous frequency. Dread

and terror stalked furtively

through the Roman scene. For

few had forgotten that just four

years before the Sueves and the

Vandals had crossed the Rhine.

The horror of invasion was not

then out of the minds of the Ro-

mans, yet they made wanton mer-

riment. They continued their wild

rites. They sacrificed to Isis and

to Mithras the Sun God, to Cybele

the Mighty Mother of the Gods,

and to Serapis. Was it any won-

der that our God should have

risen in might and sent as his

emissary the Visigoth King Alar-

ic, to smite the city into destruc-

tion? Was it surprising that

bloody massacres continued for

six days and nights, that the city

was ablaze with fires, that works

of art were destroyed, women
outraged, and men's lives were

as nothing?

We condemn the pagans for

their worship of strange gods,

but we cannot forget that Alaric

himself, King of the Visigoths

and conqueror of Rome, was also

a Christian, that his troops too

were Christian, at least in name.

But that did not deter them. They
butchered Christian, pagan, and

Jew. Of whatever faith he was,

Alaric had no real faith, and his

heart did not follow his mind.

For when the six days of terror

came, Christian houses were pil-

laged, Christian girls were at-

tacked, churches were robbed,

priests were butchered. And we
Jews, how many died in the

flames, how many were cut down
by the barbaric Visigoths, who
stole from man and God?

Alaric, they said, had sworn to

find a kingdom in Italy and a

grave. He found both, but at

what cost to thousands of souls.

We were, as the recent census

had declared, some 120,000 peo-

ple in the city, of all races and

faiths. Just two years before the

final onset, the Visigoths of Alar-

ic had made trial of their strength.

They had settled down around

the city, ringing it about in a

cordon, while we within Rome
were soon reduced to extremities.

Thousands died daily, and disease

killed off others. Those who sur-

vived, like myself, were exhaus

ed with despair.

My wife Beata, my fir:

born and myself had, howeve
in those earlier years, been lr

ing at ease. That was two yeai

before Alaric took the city.

Alaric was well experiencec

He had served in the Roma
armies, and, mastering militar

strategy, had descended o

Greece and swallowed the com
try. Now he lusted for his fimi

conquest, for the sack of Rom
itself.

In my business I had man
contacts with the Christians an

the pagans. I would discuss th

poems of Claudian with my frien

Vetulus. Sometimes he read fror

the Gallic professor Ausoniu

Now and then we met in public

or at a trader's emporium.

Western civilization is dy-

namic, not static. New conditions

pose new problems which must

be solved if crisis, revolution or

cataclysm is to be avoided. Since

human thought is pleomorphic

varying and conflicting solutions

are offered to the new problems.

This applies to all spheres of life

:

economics, politics, education, art

and religion.

The entry of the Jew into the

arena of Western civilization en-

gendered for him difficult and

complex problems which he was

called upon to solve.

STATEMENT BY GOVERNOR WILLIAM B. UMSTEAD

FROM THE GOVERNOR'S OFFICE FOR IMMEDIATE RELEASE

September 1954 marks The Three Hundredth Anniversary of

the settlement of the Jews in what is now the United States of America.

This event is significant not only because America is the "Mother of Exiles"

for the oppressed of many lands, but because this settlement opened a new
era in the history of human cooperation.

The American Jews have made many contributions to the social,

cultural and economic life of our Nation. Their industry, initiative, imagi-

nation and spiritual ideals have enabled them to accomplish great things.

They have become part of the American family and we are proud of the con-

tributions they have made.

The first settlement of the Jewish faith was made at New Amster-
dam on September 12, 1654. Citizens of the Jewish faith first came to North

Carolina from the West Indies at the end of the 17th century and they have

played a notable part in the growth and progress of our commonwealth. I

think it is most appropriate to mark this Anniversary with our reaffirmation

of the purposes and ideals to which our Great Republic is dedicated, as we
work one with another toward the creation of a better world.

Therefore, I hereby designate the month September 12 to October

12, 1954 to be known as AMERICAN JEWISH TERCENTENARY MONTH in

North Carolina and I request that the communities of this State join in proper

recognition of this historic event.

true" religious Jewish commu-
nity. He called for a "relentless

struggle against the spiritual

leadership of the 'deviationist'

groups." Rabbi Tabak urged that

cooperation on the local level

with what he called "non-Ortho-

dox" rabbis be discouraged un-

less it be in connection with safe-

guarding the position of ortho-

doxy.

By what authority one Jew may
designate another Jew as "Torah-

true" or not I do not know. In the

United States there is no organic,

legally constituted, historic com-

munity which recognizes a cen-

tral authority. In the American
context one is a Jew only by vir-

tue of belonging to a congrega-

tion. It is the congregation that

is the sole arbiter and exponent

of what constitutes its particular

brand of Jewishness. Unless a

convocation of the Jews of Amer-
ica can be brought about at which

they may proclaim what consti-

tutes essential or authentic Jew-

ishness no unanimity outside the

confines of a particular congrega-

tion or association of congrega-

tions can ever be attained on this

subject. Concepts which are his-

torically and sociologically valid

in one context or milieu are not

valid in a different context or

milieu.

Within the confines of a con-

gregation it is not difficult to de-

cide what a "Torah-true" Jew is.

Such terms as Jewish conscious-

ness, Jewish identification, pro-

phetic Judaism or universalism

have no meaning for the Ortho-

dox Jew. The Torah is the meas-

ure of the Jew. Not "belief" in

the Torah but "living" in accord-

ance with the precepts of the

Torah-Mitzvoth : social, personal,

economic, political, ritualistic,

educational, philanthropic and

DR. SAMUEL NEWMAN

intellectual. Judaism, in contrast

with other religions demands ac-

tions, irrespective of convictions.

An orthodox congregation is en-

titled to such a designation only

if its members observe the To-

rah, not merely venerate it in

the abstract.

Reconstructionism is a philos-

ophy and program for the whole

of Jewish life. It insists upon the

need of creating organic Jewish

communities; the recapture of

the sense of Jewish peoplehood

—its unity and indivisibility; and

cultural replenishment. Judaism

is not to be expressed solely

through conventional religious

services, or through formal reli-

gious education. It must be em-

bodied in music, literature, art,

dance, and the drama. Judaism

is the whole range of hu-

man experience. Reconstruction-

ism claims it is an indigenous

American movement or growth

affecting and influencing the

thinking of Jews of varying re-

ligious opinion. Orthodoxy, Re-

form and Conservatism arose out

of the social and intellectual at-

mosphere of Europe; they did not

come into being as a response to

peculiarly American needs.

At the annual convention of

the Rabbinical Assembly (Con-

servative), Dr. Mordecai M. Kap-

lan, the founder of Reconstruc-

tionism, reformulated and com-

pressed his philosophy of Juda-

ism by stating that a new con-

ception of the Jewish future is

needed. He proposed that an in-

ternational gathering be called

in Jerusalem to draw up "a for-

mal declaration or covenant."

The covenant would have to in-

clude three points: reconstitution

of the spiritual unity of Jews

throughout the world; the indis-

pensability of the State of Israel

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to the revival of Judaism; and
the replenishment of traditional

Jewish civilization, including art,

literature, philosophy and reli-

gion.

At the Ordination Service of

the Hebrew Union College—Jew-
ish Institute of Religion, New
York City, Rabbi David J. Selig-

son stated that the American
Jewish community cannot survive

unless the synagogue and school

resume their historic role in the

very center of Jewish life. At the

same service Dr. Nelson Glueck,

President of the College-Insti-

tute, stated: "This generation re-

quires of its religious leaders a

profundity of knowledge, faith

and of consecration commensu-
rate with the demands of the

times. We all know what great

issues lie in the balance, whether

in the life of the individual, the

nation or of humanity. The depth

of the problem in the externals

of economics and social life is

equalled or even exceeded by
the depth of the spiritual quests

and aspirations of our people.

Our tradition is a vast resource

out of which affirmative answers

and directing guidance can be

transmitted to those who search

and hunger for it."

From these remarks it may be

inferred that Dr. Glueck regards

Judaism as an all-embracing, all

pervasive philosophy of life ca-

pable of meeting the needs of our

complex life.

Berl Locker, Chairman of the

Jerusalem Executive of the Jew-

ish Agency, at the opening meet-

ing in Jerusalem of the Zionist

Actions Committee, outlined a

new program attuned, as he be-

lieves, to the present Jewish sit-

uation. The main points of his

program may be summarized

thus:

"Jews are one people, united

by a common religion and mu-

tual responsibility. An all out ef-

fort must be made to insure the

existence of the Jewish people

and his civilization. Everything

must be done to strengthen Jew-

ish education and Jewish com-

munity life in the Diaspora. The

State of Israel never has and

never will demand the loyalty of

the Jews in the Diaspora, but ex-

pects aid to Israel from the Jews

as a whole. All phases of Jewish

activity should be oriented to Is-

rael. All Zionists should belong to

the World Zionist Organization."

In an address delivered at the

opening session of the 25th An-

nual Conference of the Yivo in

New York City and published in

the Summer 1954 Issue of JUDA-
ISM, Will Herberg, noted author

and essayist, states that the past

twenty years have witnessed a re-

markable change in the religious

situation of the Jews in America.

Assimilation and secularism

marked the pattern of American
Jewish life from the beginning

of the great, immigration at the

end of the last century. Today,

the trend toward dissolution and
secularism has been halted

—

even reversed. The "return" to

Jewishness means also a return

to the synagogue. To support, his

view Herberg marshals some im-

pressive figures. ".
. . all evidence

goes to show that the movement
of American Jews into the syna-

gogue in recent years has been
at least as sweeping and as vig-

orous as the movement of Ameri-

cans generally into the church."

However, the "returnees,"

Herber opines, are not satisfied

with the synagogue, Orthodox,

Conservative or Reform alike.

Presumably the younger genera-

tion, especially the college youth,

are seeking something which

Herberg thinks is the Jewish re-

ligious essence. "The 'returning'

generation is seeking a faith

which will yield some glimpse of

the meaning of life in its ulti-

mate terms and some way of liv-

ing on the level of really signifi-

cant existence."

Do the "returnees" stay in the

synagogue? Herberg tells us that

most of them settle down to a

sort of passive synagogue con-

nection. At the other extreme are

those who never become recon-

ciled, whose disillusionment leads

to conscious alienation from the

synagogue, even to a certain aver-

sion to it.

It was thought at one time that

Conservative Judaism would pro-

vide the broad area for greater

religious unity in American

Jewry. Unfortunately this hope

has not been realized. Indeed,

Conservative Judaism in itself is

rich in diversity.

Rabbi Morris Adler in* ex-

pounding the Conservative Move-

ment in the CONGRESS
WEEKLY, January 21, 1951,

states: "The various positions

within this single section of or-

ganized Jewry has been described

as right, center and left. Indeed,

it would not be difficult further

For several years, now, the

name of "Wildacres" to North

Carolina Jewry has been associat-

ed with B'nai B'rith Institutes of

learning and with the develop-

ment of Jewish cultural life in

this entire area. To those who
have been fortunate enough to

attend a meeting or an institute

at Wildacres, it will always re-

main a memorable spiritual ex-

perience.

It was our privilege during a

weekend in August, to attend

part of the Religious School

Teachers Institute, sponsored by

the North Carolina Association

of Rabbis. We chose wisely, be-

cause this institute, which has be-

come an annual event, is an in

spiration not only to the rabbis

and teachers who attend, but to

anyone who wants to be there

for the sheer pleasure of listen-

ing to scholarly discussions, see-

ing the teachers' workshops in

action, and to sit in on some gen-

erally enlightening talk. In ad-

dition to the rabbis who instruct

the Religious School teachers in

the most constructive ways to

plan their forthcoming classes,

a professional is usually brought

down for the occasion from one

of the larger cities, to conduct

seminars on teaching and pro-

gramming. The professional this

year was Mrs. Hannah Goodman
of New York City, and her ef-

ficiency, experience, and gener-

al friendly instructiveness, made

us regretful that we were not

part of the teaching staff.

On the various occasions when
we have been participants or

guests at Wildacres, we have oft-

en felt that just being in that

magnificent part of our state and

being able to drink in the beauty

of the majestic mountains along

with the inspirational and up-

lifting sessions, is sufficient rea-

son to be grateful and to say to

ourselves, "Dayenu."

into such small groups as left-

center, right-center, moderate-

left, liberal-right.

"Life is traffic between men
and environment and a culture

ignores its social surroundings at

its peril. A Jewish community

without severing its linkage with

what Schechter called "Catholic

Israel" must yet be related to its

particular setting in time and

space.

"Change and evolution are

basic properties of Jewish law.

The very designation 'Halacha'

implies movement. Jewish law

grew and developed either in re-

sponse to the impact of changing

conditions or to the evolving

needs of those who upheld it.

Change inheres in the very char-

acter of legal systems. Change is

therefore not only a necessity of

modern life but also an attribute

of Jewish law.

"Modern Jewish scholarship

has taught us to see Jewish law

and learning as organisms grow-

ing and reacting in terms of the

circumstances and conditions of

the environment. Influences

streamed in from the life with-

out to shape the tradition. The

development of the Halacha de-

pended not alone on its own dy-

namic power but also on extra-

Halachic forces that played upon

it. We must in our time involve

the aid of disciplines like soci-

ology and psychology in the at-

tempt to make of Halacha once

again a living and influential re-

ality in the lives of Jews."

To any student of Jewish life

and thought these basic tenets of

Conservative Judaism would

seem to differ little from those

of the newer trend,, of Reform Ju-

daism. Conservative Judaism

therefore constitutes at best an

expensive luxury or a duplication

of modern Reform Judaism.

The American Council for Ju-

daism is expounding a philosophy

of Judaism which it claims to be

a revival of classic Reform. A
perusal of the literature of the

Council since its first pronounce-

ment fails to show any concern

with, or treatment of, any topic

that constitutes the subject mat-

ter or substance of religion, such

as precepts on the cardinal quali-

ties of the moral life; spiritual

.sentiments, such as reverence,

awe, aspiration, worship; a pas-

sionate yearning for the perfect;

nimm

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the fundamental religious issues

—God, duty, immortality; or, any
other matter which falls within

the legitimate province of reli-

gion. All the energies of the

Council are expanded or wasted
in fighting Zionism and the State

of Israel. The Council believes

"Judaism is a religion, not a na-

tionalism," and the Council is

"dedicated to the universal tra-

dition of Judaism." But the

Council preaches a narrow chau-

vinistic Americanism of the

brand spawned by the crackpot

super-patriotic groups. Indeed, to

disagree with the Middle East

foreign policy of the State De-

partment of the present Repub-
lican administration is tanta-

mount, in the view of the Coun-

cil, to dual loyalty and treach-

ery. If Jewish nationalism is

counter to the universal tradition

of Judaism why is a specific

brand of American super-patriot-

ism not counter to the universal

tradition of Judaism or the uni-

versal tradition of Christianity?

No bolder parody on the ideal of

universalism could be made than

the claim that the American
Council for Judaism expounds
the universal tradition of Juda-

ism while at the same time it is

"dedicated to the increasing na-

tional, civic, cultural and social

integration of Americans of Jew-

ish faith." Integration into what
1 —into an ideal of a common uni-

versal brotherhood or a specific

brand of super patriotism?

I do not mean to imply that

there is an incompatibility be-

tween an enlightened patriotism

or nationalism and universalism;

but what is odd and ludicrous is

the sole preoccupation with an

off-brand nationalism by an or-

i ganization which claims to be

dedicated to the preachment of a

universal religion

This cursory view of the reli-

gious situation in the American

Jewish community causes a great

deal of concern to those who
would like to see an integrated

and creative Jewish life in Amer-
ica. In an advanced and complex

society differentiation in every

field of human endeavor is ex-

pected and natural. However, be-

yond a certain point differentia-

tion may spell disintegration.

While this is being written

there is discussion in the Jewish

press of a proposed plan to con-

voke a world conference of Jew-

ish leaders from all walks of life

for the purpose of finding ways

and means of bringing about

unity within the ranks of world

Jewry. The plan, initiated by Dr.

Mordecai M. Kaplan, has the en-

dorsement of Dr. Louis Finkel-

stein and other eminent Ameri-

can leaders.

Moshe Davis, Provost of The
Jewish Theological Seminary,

who has just returned from a

speaking tour in Israel, stated

that the Israeli leaders, both in

and out of government, have

agreed to the proposed American
plan. Dr. Davis emphasized that

unless a world conference is ar-

ranged at an early date, Judaism

stands to lose the opportunity of

the age. The proposed world

conference, Dr. Davis said,

"should include people from all

walks of life, uncommitted indi-

viduals representing every facet

of Jewish thought. The confer-

ence must be free of organiza-

tional ties; it must become a

Movement of Thought."

For the traditional Jew the pro-

posed World Conference must

find a way to adapt the Halakah

to the activities of contemporary

life. It is evident that the tradi-

tional-minded Jew cannot order

his life in this modnern complex

world with a closed legal system

—a Halakah that has been frozen

for centuries into inflexibility.

For the liberal Jew the Con-

ference will have to evolve a Ju-

daism in terms of positive values.

The marrow and substance of re-

ligion cannot be based upon a

practical wish for an easy Juda-

ism with a minimum of commit-

ments. Practically all trends of

Reform have been motivated by

a desire to make Judaism con-

venient, respectful and agreeable

to our non-Jewish neighbors.

For the intellectual Jew whose

natural habitat is the stream of

The people of the United

States, through their Congress,

have given to Israel since Decem-

ber 1951, $190,000,000 for the

work of our mission. The people

of Israel have matched this

amount, dollar for dollar, in Is-

rael pounds, called counterpart

funds. This aggregate—the equiv-

alent of $380,000,000—has been

spent to carry out programs and

projects which have been jointly

planned and executed by repre-

sentatives of our two govern-

ments. From beginning to end,

it has been a cooperative opera-

tion, one which -has recognized

the sovereignty of the State of

Israel.

There have been two broad

phases to the program : ( 1 ) tech-

nical assistance ( Point-Four )

,

under which technicians from the

United States have come to Israel

to share their skills, including the

trainee program through which

Israel men and women have gone

to the United States to be trained

for special service to their coun-

try; and (2) special economic as-

sistance, under which grant-in-aid

dollars and the Israel counterpart

funds have been used to meet Is-

rael's unusual problems arising

from the influx of immigrants

and the need for basic develop-

ment of her resources. The two

programs have been so integrated

that each has complemented or

supplemented the other.

At First, Funds Used For Relief

At, the outset, grant-in-aid dol-

lars and counterpart funds were

used primarily for specific refu-

gee relief and resettlement. They
supplied needed consumer goods,

such as food, fodder and fuel;

they moved thousands of immi-

grants from tents in the maaba-

rot to better housing; they im-

ported raw materials for manu-

facture of shoes and clothing for

domestic distribution; they were

used to meet Israel's short-term

debts to avert national default;

and, in so far as available, for

basic investment in water devel-

opment, agriculture, power,

transportation, education, public

health and sanitation facilities,

and in similar fields.

Those were days of emergency,
when the failure of a ship to ar-

rive meant no more wheat or

bread. They called for the high-

est degree of planning to get

maximum value from each dollar

and pound.

As the need for emergency pur-

chases diminished, the grant-in-

aid and counterpart funds were
shifted to specific economic as-

sistance. This meant a decrease

in expenditures for food—be-

cause Israel was increasing her

production—and more emphasis
on investment in those fields

which would hasten Israel's via-

bility: the development of water

resources, irrigation systems,

mineral exploration, and greater

output of crops which lend them-

selves to processing and for

which foreign currency had been
required, such as peanuts for oil,

cotton, wool, flax, sugar beets,

fruits and vegetables, sweet po-

tatoes. The controlling idea in

channeling these investments

was that of increasing Israel's

foreign exchange income and de-

creasing her reliance on outside

aid.

These investments already are

paying off. The results are visi-

ble in all fields of activity. The
supply of fruits and vegetables is

more than enough to meet aus-

terity needs; this year's crop of

wheat, barley and other cereals

will reach 160,000 tons, the larg-

est in Israel's history; the first

cotton, on an experimental basis,

has been grown, ginned and now
is being woven; the area under

irrigation has more than dou-

bled ,and each day pipe lines

push on into new areas; a spe-

cial farm is training young Is-

raelis to manage large-scale agri-

cultural operations; in Galilee,

hundreds of dunams of idle land

now are being used to raise live-

stock and to train Israelis in

range management; in the vicin-

ity of Aescalon, the Ministry of

Agriculture is carrying out a

grass-seed project which soon

will be able to supply enough

seeds to re-seed Israel's range-

lands; better breeds of cattle are

being raised, and before long the

hills of Israel, unused for years,

will be contributing to Israel's

gross national income.

American Engineers Aiding

Irrigation

Water is the jewel of life in

Israel. American technicians,

with their Israel associates, are

busy building dams, catchment

basins and water-spreading de-

vices—doing those things which

will capture each drop of rain

where it falls and prevent it from
eroding the soil and losing itself

in the sea. A great reservoir in

the Negev will be ready in a few

weeks to receive the water that

will come to it through the huge

66-inch pre-stressed concrete

pipes manufactured at. Yuval Gad
by immigrants who had a short

time ago had never used a weld-

ing torch or operated a powerful

crane. For the first time in the

Middle East, the soils of Israel

have been mapped to expedite

soil conservation and more effi-

cient land use.

The new railroad extension

moves steadily toward Beersheba

to help in shipping phosphates

from the desert to the chemical

and fertilizer plant in Haifa, and

potash from Sodom to the ports.

Direct rail connections between

Haifa, Tel Aviv and Jerusalem

foretell the coming of rapid tran-

sit with diesel power and a con-

structive readjustment of rail and

highway transport.

I asked her rather

impatiently; since in my concept

what a person eats isn't at all

important to his status as a de-

cent Jew.

"Well,' she replied," when I

smelled that bacon in the hallway,

I know something was up. The

apartment house I live in is most-

ly Jewish and how does the smell

of bacon get into that kind of a

house? But I am a fair-minded

woman; before I can accuse any-

body I must have all the facts.

So what do I do? I go from door

to door, smelling carefully to find

out which apartment the smell of

bacon comes from.

"I am that particular when it

comes to being just to other peo-

ple. Finally I come to a door and,

sure enough, there is the smell of

bacon coming through it power-

ful, you might say. And whose

door do you think it is? Can't you

guess?"

Judah P. Benjamin
Statesman and Jurist

By Harry Simonhoff

The famous quip about "an Is-

raelite with the principles of an
Egyptian" was hurled at a U. S.

Senator, who ranks at the top

among America's great lawyers

and orators. A statesman, leader

and politician, the jurist who
wrote a legal classic, a successful

sugar planter and refiner, the

lawyer who declined an appoint-

ment to the U. S. Supreme Court,

a man of affairs and imagination,

Judah P Benjamin has come
down in American Jewish history

as itsYnost brilliant, colorful, and

all-around ablest personality.

Yet he retains no place in the

affection or esteem of Jewry.

Together with Empress Jose-

phine, Alexander Hamilton, Sen-

ator David Yulee, and the painter

Camille Pissarro, Judah Philip

Benjamin was born on a Carib-

bean island. His impoverished

parents brought their eight year

old boy to Wilmington, N. C. then

to Charleston. With assistance

from a Jewish philanthropist, he
was educated in Fayetteville

Academy and Yale College. Set-

tling in up and coming New Or-

leans, young Judah studied law.

tutored a beautiful Catholic Cre-

ole and married her. His success

at the bar was rapid; his name
became associated in celebrated

cases that attracted international

attention. President Fillmore of-

fered to nominate him Associate

Justice of the Supreme Court.

There is hardly another instance

of a 41-year-old attorney refusing

such a post.

Trouble with eyesight caused

Benjamin for a time to retire

from law practice. Purchasing a

plantation in the Louisiana bay-

ous, he applied his superb ener-

gies to sugar planting. Research-

ing, he made a signal contribu-

tion to the new industry in extri-

cating and refining sugar from

the cane, he popularized his

methods by example and publica-

tion in journals. But he had to

resume law practice when called

upon to pay a $60,000 note en-

dorsed for a friend. Entering pol-

itics, he was elected to both

houses of the State Assembly and

took part in the Louisiana con-

stitutional convention.

Senator

In the U. S. Senate, Benjamin

attracted attention at home and

abroad. His eloquent speeches on

the legal basis for slavery and the

constitutional grounds of States

Rights were the most brilliant

and logical of all Southern lead-
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An Eloquent Remembrance

le-

ers. In 1855 he warned that se-

cession was inevitable unless a

reasonable compromise could be
effected between the conflicting

interests of the North and South.

But sectional passions on both

sides rushed the nation into a

catastrophic civil war. On Febru-

ary 4, 1861, Benjamin delivered

to the Senate his farewell, a

deeply moving masterpiece in

American oratory, taking leave

of his colleagues and defending

with brilliant argument secession

of the States from the Federal

Union.

Upon the formation of the Con-

federacy, Benjamin received the'

appointment of Attorney Gen-

eral. His abilities were soon de-

manded for Secretary of War, a

post difficult enough for any civil-

ian who had to impose views and

orders upon such paladins as Lee,

Jackson, Beauregard, and John-

ston. With mounting stringencies,

hardships, short rations, and mil-

itary reverses, complaints rip-

ened into criticisms against "the

Jew whom the President had re-

tained at the council table, de-

spite the protests of the South-

ern people." With the surrender

of Roanoke Island, a Congres-

sional Committee investigated

the failure to send powder. He
took the censure stoically and re-

fused to reveal, for the enemy's

comfort, that he had no muni-

tions to send. A universal howl

went up to remove "Judas Is-

cariot Benjamin." The President

had to acquiesce.

Jefferson Davis found Benja-

min indispensable. In the face of

hostile opinion, he promoted his

War Minister to Secretary of

State, a position virtually approx-

imating a Prime Minister in

Europe. Here Benjamin shone at

his best. The cornerstone of his

policy: recognition of the Confed-

eracy as a belligerent by Britain

and France would break the

union blockade and enable the

South to sell its cotton in Europe

and obtain armaments and sup-

plies essential for winning the

war.

Benjamin's objectives seemed
attainable until Gettysburg shat-

tered his dream. Thereafter the

defeat of the South was a matter
of time.

Following Lee's surrender at

Appamattox, Benjamin fled thei

country, as did other Confederate

leaders. After hair-breadth ad-

ventures, including a Robinson

Crusoe shipwreck at sea, he

landed in Europe. His wife and
daughter lived in Paris, yet he re-

fused connections with French
banking concerns. Instead, he

chose to start anew at law prac-

tice in England. Applying to the

Benchers of Lincoln's Inn, he sat

among 150 youngsters, students

from Oxford and Cambridge,

gravely listening to law lectures.

Even English conservatism saw

the absurdity of a 55-year-old fa-

mous statesman and renowned
lawyer pretending to learn what

he already knew so well. After

six months, the authorities dis-

pensed with the three year course

getting started in London, he

wrote and published a Treatise

on the Law of Sale of Personal

Property. Popularly known as

Benjamin on Sales, it became a

standard textbook, an authorita-

tive work purchased by practi-

tioners in all English speaking

lands. Gradually bench and bar

began to take note of the foreign

Jewish lawyer, starting at an age

when many contemplate retire-

ment and staging a comeback un-

equalled, perhaps, in legal an-

nals. Appearing before the Privy

Council or Chancery Court of the

House of Lords, he argued cases

of the highest import, generally

referred by brother barristers.

Phenomenal success brought

him in some years as much as

$100,000 in fees, unprecedented

legal earnings for the 1870s.

From all sides came recognition,

And remember,
other communities do not have enough facilities for their own,
and are reluctant to accept outsiders.

There, the torch has been lit, the problem is revealed. When
is a finer time to launch the project "A Home for The Aged in

North Carolina" than on Yom Kippur as we pray "when our
strength departs, forsake us not?" I am reminded of the wise

old lady of eighty who tells her friends as they reach seventy:

"You have spent seventy years in preparation for life, and you
will now begin to live. At seventy you have learned what is

worthwhile. You have conquered the worst forms of foolish-

ness, you have reached a balanced period in life, knowing good
from evil; what is precious, what is worthless. Danger is past,

the mind is peaceful, evil is forgiven, the affections are strong,

envy is weak. It is a happy age." Let us resolve to help them
achieve this happiness.

The average housewife knows
that a good meal is made better

by a sweet at its conclusion. Here

are some suggestions in that di-

rection.

SMALL SPONGE CAKE
Separate the whites and yolks

of four eggs, beat the whites stiff,

and beat into them one-half cup

of granulated sugar. Beat the

yolks to a very stiff froth and

beat into them one-half cup of

granulated sugar. This last mix-

ture must be beaten for exactly

five minutes. Add the juice and

grated rind of one small lemon;

beat yolks and whites together

well, then stir in very gently one

scant cut) of flour that has been

sifted three times. Remember
that every stroke of the spoon

after the flour is added toughens

the cake just that much, so fold

the flour in just enough to mix

well. If baked in small patty

pans they taste just like lady fin-

gers. Bake twenty or twenty-five

minutes in moderate oven.

COCOANUT LAYER CAKE
Rub to a cream one-half cup of

butter and one and one-half cups

of pulverized sugar. Add grad-

ually three eggs, one-half cup of

milk and two cups of flour, add-

ing two teaspoons of baking-pow-

der in last sifting. Bake in layers.

Filling.—One grated cocoanut

and all of its milk, to half of

which add the beaten whites of

two eggs and one cup of pow-

dered sugar. Lay this between the

layers. Mix with the other half

of the grated cocoanut, five table-

spoons of powdered sugar and

strew thickly on top of cake,

which has been previously iced.

CHOCOLATE LAYER CAKE
Stir one scant half cup of but-

ter to a cream with one cup of

sugar. Add alternately one-half

cup of sweet milk, yolks of two

eggs which you have previously

beaten until quite light, add

whites of two, and one-half cup

of sifted flour. Make a custard of

one-half cup of milk, with one

cup of grated chocolate, one-half

cup of granulated sugar; boil un-

til thick, add the yolk of one egg,

then remove from the fire; stir

until cool, add this to the cake

batter, add one and one-half cups

of sifted flour, two teaspoons of

baking-powder and one of vanilla

flavoring. Bake in layers and ice

between and on top with plain

white icing flavored to taste. You
may substitute almond or color-

ed icing.

LADY FINGERS
Beat the yolks of three eggs

until light and creamy, add one-

quarter pound of powdered sugar

(sifted) and continue beating;

add flavoring to taste, vanilla,

lemon juice, grated rind of lem-

on or orange. To the whites of

the three eggs add one half salt-

spoon of salt and beat until very

stiff. Stir in lightly one-half cup

of flour and then fold in the beat-

en whites very gently. Press the

mixture through a pastry tube on

a baking-tin, covered with paper

in portions one-half inch wide by
four inches long, or drop on ob-

long molds; sift a little powdered
sugar on top of each cake, and

bake from ten to fifteen minutes

in a moderate oven. Do not let

brown. Remove immediately

from pan, brush the flat surface

of one cake with white of egg and

press the underside of a second

cake upon the first.

JELLY ROLL
Take three eggs creamed with

one cup of granulated sugar, one

cup of flour sifted with two tea-

spoons of baking-powder, add

one-half cup of boiling water.

Bake in broad pan—while hot,

remove from pan and lay on cloth

wet with cold water. Spread with

jelly and roll quickly. Sprinkle

with powdered sugar.

CUP CAKE
Cream one cup of butter with

two cups of sugar and add grad-

usually the yolks of four eggs, one

at a time. Sift three cups of flour,

measure again after sifting, and

add two teaspoons of baking-

powder in the last sifting. Add
alternately the sifted flour and

one cup of sweet milk. Add last

the beaten whites of the eggs.

The Professions In The
Greensboro - High Point Area

Following are statistics on the representation of ten of the professions in
the Greensboro-High Point Area. They were prepared by the B'nai B'rith
Vocational Service Bureau in Washington D. C.—The Editor.

Compared with the number of

employed persons in other large

cities and metropolitan areas, the

Greensboro-High Point area is

under-represented in ten profes-

sional and semi-professional job

fields according to an occupation

reference guide just published by

the National Office of the B'nai

B'rith Voational Service Bureau.

The fields are chiropractic, den-

istry, law, optometry, osteopathy,

medicine, dental technology, ther-

apy, veterinary medicine, and real

estate.

The new guide shows that there

is only one lawyer in the Greens-

boro-High Point area for every

1,160 persons, while the nation

as a whole has one practitioner

for every 820 persons.

Statistics also indicate possibly

more room for dentists in the

Greensboro - High Point area

where there is only one dentist

for every 2,800 persons, while

the nation as a whole has one

for every 2,000. In comparison

with the national picture, there

are few physicians and surgeons

here. This area has one doctor for

Dr. Barnett R. Brickner, rabbi of Eu-
clid Avenue Temple, Cleveland, Ohio,
was elected president of the Central
Conference of American Rabbis at the
group's Sixty-Fifth Annual Conven-
tion held in Pike, New Hampshire.

every 950 inhabitants, while the

ratio for the United States is

one for every 780 persons. Simi-

larly, the Greensboro-High Point

area has only one optometrist for

every 33,200 people, while the

nation as a whole has one for

every 10,000. It has one real es-

tate agent for each 1,500 people,

compared with a national ratio of

one for each 1,060.

The field of insurance, how-

ever, is over-represented in the

Greensboro-High Point area, in

comparison with other cities and

areas. This area has almost one

and one-third times the propor-

tion of insurance agents as the

rest of the country.

dom of the individual, his rights

and his initiative, as the very

foundation of American life and
existence. At the same time, he
did not overlook the necessity

of Government help for the in-

dividual. He therefore advocated

a large housing program by the

Federal Government to help low-

income families, and also Federal

support for educational institu-

tions all over the country. He
fought like a lion against social-

ism and for the maintenance of

our free economy."

Of special interest to the read-

ers will be Mr. Martin's remarks

about Taft's relations to Jews.

"Taft was generally a man with-

out prejudice." Martin remarked.

"For him there was no difference

between Jews and non-Jews. He
judged people only by the char-

acter, traits, abilities and ideals.

At the same time, he manifested
great respect for Jews. He be-

lieved in Jewish abilities and had
complete confidence in them. For
instance, the family physicians of

the Tafts are Jewish doctors. I

would say that Robert Taft would
have been the perfect hero for

the main role of "Gentlemen's

Agreement"—a man who could

not organically permit racial prej-

udice."

"His understanding of the Jew-

ish problem was honest, logical

and simply humane. When I be-

came his assistant, I asked him,

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Judah P. Benjamin
Concluded From Page 20

including the appointment of

Queen's Council, an honor con-

ferred only upon the most distin-

guished lawyers. At 71 when
ready to retire, a farewell ban-

quet was tendered him. Graced
by the Lord Chancellor, the Lord
Chief Justice, high officials of the

empire, and the most eminent
members of the profession, Ben-
jamin was toasted and eulogized

as the only man "of whom it can
be said that he held conspicuous

leadership at the Bars of two
countries."

Yet Judah P. Benjamin holds

no place of honor in Jewish tra-

dition. With all the scintillating

of his nimble intellect, he reflects

little glory upon his antecedents.

Senator Wade's dig about "Egyp-

tian principles" might be unfair,

since Benjamin merely enunci-

ated with forensic eloquence the

moral and intellectual convic-

tions of the South. Yet there is a

germ of truth in the scathing

gibe. Memories of degrading op-

pressions from the Pharaohs to

the Czars should have held back

any Jew from advocating human
slavery. But Benjamin had no
contact with Judaism. Never a

conscious convert to any other re-

ligion, he nevertheless lies in a

Catholic cemetery. There is sig-

nificance and symbolism in that

burial.

Finally

n despair he turned to Malben,

the name given to the Joint Dis-

tribution Committee program on

behalf of "hard core" newcomers
to Israel. This program, financed

by contributions to the United

Jewish Appeal, was initiated four

and a half years ago to give medi-

cal treatment to the tens of thou-

sands of sjck immigrants who ar-

rived after the establishment of

the Jewish state; to provide care

and shelter for these aged men
and women without means of

their own and without relatives

to support them, and to extend

economic rehabilitation aid for

handicapped workers suffering

from permanent disabilities, like

Shlomo, or recovering from a

protracted illness, such as tuber-

culosis.

It was clear that the first thing

which had to be done for Shlomo

Lunzer was to give him new arti-

ficial legs, to enable him to move
about.

Abandoned citrus and olive

proves have been rehabilitated.

The acreage of both has been ex-

panded, particularly of citrus,

since this crop is one of Israel's

major earners of hard currency.

Carob trees, which produce feed
for cattle, have been planted so

that Israel shall not have to im-

port this product.

The Stanford Research Insti-

tute, through the United States

Mission, now has a team in Israel

engaged—in cooperation with the

Ministry of Trade and Industry

—m analyzing Israel's industrial

potential, to the end that indus-

try may do its share in reducing
the gap in the balance of pay-

ments. An outstanding American
expert has submitted his report

on manpower, which offers guide

posts for obtaining the best use

of Israel's greatest asset—her

people.

Starting frequently in wooden
huts provided by the Jewish

Agency in immigrant camps, they

pass later to permanent stores as

the camp residents move from
their temporary canvas abodes to

permanent housing projects.

Food Brokers

CHARLOTTE—WINSTON-SALEM—RALEIGH

viously silent city could be seen

wrenching itself into wakeful-

ness. There were flashes of light.

Here and there a torch flared

into the gloom. From a distance

came the rhythmic stamp of men
on the march.

Then a cry arose, a thin gasp-

ing appeal, fraught with terror.

"The Barbarians! Omnipotent

Mars, protect us!"

"Capitoline Jove, save this city

of yours once again!"

The cries repeated themselves,

spread into a shriek of supplica-

tion in hundreds of mouths

—

pagan, Christian, Jew, worship-

pers of strange foreign deities.

"O Lord of Abraham, God of

Israel, save our families, our

wives and children."

"It is the vengeance of the

Lord!"

"Sun god whom we adore, you

who conquered the Bull, give us

your protection now!"

The pagans hurried to their

temples, to offer sacrifice to their

gods. Into the temples of Isis and

Osiris the Egyptians flocked,

tearfully beseeching their shaven

priests.

In the little synagogue where

I worshipped, close to the Arch

of Titus, a small group was al-

ready huddled fearfully. I came
there because in a crisis men
want to get together. The elders

of the synagogue looked wan,

but, not unduly alarmed.

"We have suffered at the hands

of Pharaoh and other enemies,

and the One Above will deliver

us now also."

But the younger men, of whom
I was one, were more perturbed.

There were young families to be

protected. There were the women
and children. In his own heart,

deep down in himself, each Jew-

ish member dreaded the soldiery.

Most of the Jews had known in-

vasion, and many had already

suffered from the violence that

was spreading over the frontiers

of the Empire.

I returned home rapidly. My
family was awake. My wife ques-

tioned me with her eyes. When I

made a half smiling remark, to

quieten both her and our young
boy, she smiled sadly. She saw
through my stratagem.

The tumult grew. In the hea-

vens, lights flamed, the sullen re-

flection of fires that had already

started.

Vetulus had been out late that

night. There had been a guild

dinner—the Annual Banquet of

the Dealers in Earthenware,

Traders and Exporters. As we
were sitting discussing the situa-

tion, the doorman announced Ve-

tulus. He was now sobered up
from his banquet. His face was
white. His hand trembled. He
had seen detachments of the en-

emy, scouring the city, cutting

down those in their way, Chris-

tian, Jew, or Roman.
Vetulus could not return home.

Could we put him up for the

night? We did. He stayed with

us until the fury of the invader

had been sated with butchery.

It was a small thing for us to

do. But I recall how grateful Ve-

tulus seemed to be.

Now began the systematic de-

struction of the city, the looting

and the drunken orgies of the

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tall fair Visigoths, with their ter-

rifying broad short swords, like

daggers. At times they used small

swift horses, specially trained, it

appeared, for such forays. The
Barbarians were monstrously big,

with long drooping moustaches.

They shrieked in their guttural

Northern dialects and created all

the more fear by their strange-

ness. Some were hardened vet-

erans, with small eyes and sullen

looks. There were younger men
too among them, now experienc-

ing the lusts of war.

In three days, we learned af-

terward, these Goths, inspired by

Alaric, had plundered the church-

es, collected heaps of jewels:

gold vestments from the treas-

ures of the synagogues. They said

later that Alaric had ordered 'No

bloodshed'. Only the looting of

valuables. But his soldiers did

not hear the command.
The houses in our own street

started to blaze after a while,

when the torches were flung by

the invaders onto roofs and pro-

jections of any kind. Young wom-
en were dragged through the

streets, being led to death or

worse. In the midst of it all, there

was a certain plan to all the de-

struction, as if Alaric intended

to mop up each area.

I still recall the laments of our

writers. It was a time of tears,

said Jerome, when the whole*

universe fell. The city that once

captured the whole world is now
captured itself.

My mind staggers when I try

to reconstruct the sequence of

incidents. I see the Germanic and

the Scythian soldiery, loaded

with fabrics, statues, vases, plate

ravaged from the patrician

houses. I see them storing the

plunder into baggage-trains and

the spoils being sent off to their

master. For three days it went

on like this, day and night. Then,

after a brief interval, for three

more days. The wineshops were

full of the Visigoths, drinking

and howling their wild chants in

the company of loose women.
The daughters of staid Roman
senators were compelled to con-

sort with the soldiers, and Fa-

lernian wine ran red in these

night orgies. In some cases, gov-

ernment officials and others es-

caped, to Egypt or Smyrna. Oth-

ers faced the invader. In not a

few instances they accepted the

enemy and eased their conscience

with apologies to the difficult

times.

Counting Our Blessngs

The period of the High Holy Days, through which we have

recently passed, together with the launching of the American
Jewish Tercentenary, have given us the occasion to take stock

and contemplate the answer to the question, "whither are we
going."

In this proces of this self-examination we find the oppor-

tunity to count our blessings and to meditate on our shortcom-

ings. In this way we can approximate our net condition.

In the broader sense, our first blessing is the tenacity with

which we have held on to our beliefs, which has enabled us to

surmount the many difficulties we encounter as Jews—seem-

ingly a part of the Jewish heritage since time can be measured.

In this connection we are reminded of a statement made by Carl

Sandburg, eminent writer, poet and biographer, best known,
perhaps, for his biography of Abraham Lincoln. (Incidentally,

this six volume opus has just been condensed and released in one
volume.) The statement to which we refer was made on tele-

vision, on the occasion of an interview with Mr. Sandburg by
Edward R. Murrow, noted commentator, on the night of Octo-
ber 5 th. Mr. Murrow had spent three days with Mr. and Mrs.

Sandburg at their farm, "Connemorra", in Flat Rock, North
Carolina.

In the course of the interview, which was one of Mr. Mur-
row's series, "Person To Person", the commentator had asked

Mr. Sandburg what he thought of the future of the world

—

whether our civilization was going to disappear, and we would

wind up by "tearing ourselves apart." Mr. Sandburg pondered

the question and in the course of his reply, reviewed the many
obstacles that we as Americans had over-come from colonial days

down through the present time. He concluded his feeling of

optimism for the future by saying, "Always there was a saving

remnant."

And so too, it has been with us as Jews. Despite persecution,

near-annihilation, and endless trials and tribulations, "always

there was a saving remnant." It is indeed an encouraging

thought when we think of the future of American Jewry.

The fortitude of a relatively small group of Jews in establish-

ing the State of Israel six years ago, and their tenacity in carrying

on against imminent hostility and many economic burdens, is a

blessing that brings us down to our time. The importance of this

is even not yet apparent. It will grow as we consider it in retro-

spect vears since.

Coming down to specifics, and the present day, our daily

newspaper provide us with some headlines which might justify

the belief that conditions for the Jew are improving. From far

off Tunis we are informed that Yom Kippur there has been

declared a legal holiday. From Omaha, Nebraska, comes news

that John Rosenblatt has become the first Jew to be elected

mayor of that city. Of course, this in itself is no novelty. We
have within our own area Ben Cone, who recently retired as

mayor of Greensboro, North Carolina, and E. J. Evans, who
is now serving his second term as mayor of Durham, North
Carolina. We also have Samuel B. Dicker mayor of Rochester,

N. Y., Herschel Lashkowitz, mavor of Fargo, N. D. and Abe
Aronwitz, mayor of Miami, Fla.

From the Canadian city of Edmonton we learn that as a result

of the efforts of an inter-faith group, which of course, included

some Jews, a ban has been placed on stores staying open on Friday

nights. As an offset to this, a situation is reported in Easton,

Pennsylvania, where a move to eliminate Friday night store

openings was lost because of the apathy to the idea of some

Jewish merchants. Here, one cancels the other.

From Kennebunkport, Maine, comes a story of how the Maine

Medical Association refused to hold its convention at the Colony

Hotel there, because that hotel had refused to admit Jews. From
New York city there is hope to be had from an appeal made by

Rabbi Efraim M. Rosenzweig, Hillel Director at the University

of North Carolina in Chapel Hill, for the United States to

cease making hydrogen bombs. And, again from New York city,

there is news of the opening of Stern College for Women, as

a part of Yeshiva University- made possible by the gift of a half

million dollars, by Max Stern.

We, in our own area, can count it a blessing that we have

men such as I. D. Blumenthal, of Charlotte, who has been chiefly

responsible for the first Circuit-Riding Rabbi in this countrv:

to Maurice A. Weinstein, also of Charlotte, whose brainchild,

the B'nai B'rith Institutes of Judaism, has given us new hope for

Tewish survival through the enlightenment of our adults: to the

North Carolina Association of Jewish Women, for its alertness

in sponsoring a proiect for the establishment in North Carolina,

of a Jewish Home for the aged.

On the debit side truth makes it necessarv for us to record that

after three hundred years divisiveness is still strong enough with-

in our ranks to m^ke it necessary for an American Jewish Con-

ference to disband. And now we have another controversy as

between the Orthodox and Conservative wings, over the marri-

age contract. And, of course, we still have the American Council

for Judaism.

We have obviously made no attempt to be all-inclusive in our

listings of debits and credits. Space, for one thing, would not

permit. However, we see a fair basis for optimism. The world

seems to be growing up. We are no longer the un-understand-

able stranger. We hear some of our pet descriptive idioms com-

monly used on radio and television. Whv, we even saw the

word "Hazzan", in a cross-word puzzle. There seems to be evi-

dence of a growing willingness to accept us as individuals and

not as a part of a group.

We of course, are far from Utopia, but the important thing

for us to realize is that we can look forward to the future with

hope and not despair For that much let us be grateful.

There is hardly a Jewish pub-
lication which is not, filled with
articles concerning the American
Jewish Tercentary, the official

celebration of which has just com-
menced. Likewise, there is hardly

a pulpit which has not been used
for sermons or addresses on the

anniversary of American Jewry.
iMoreover, all important Jewish
lorganizations in the United States

have made special efforts to dis-

seminate throughout their con-

jstituent chapters, districts and
|lodges information and program
jideas how to observe this great

'occasion in the life of the Jews of

America.

It speaks for the efficiency and
influence of the American Jewish

Tercentenary, a special commit-
itee broadly representative of all

States, that its recommendations

This group has been in existence

Nevertheless, a few questions

as to the propriety of the observ-

ance and as to its purpose do

arise. First of all, although the

American Jewish Tercentenary

has been performing splendidly,

its origin is shrouded in darkness.

Suddenly it appeared on the

American scene and applied to

the various Federations and Wel-

fare Funds for funds to finance

its activities. By the time its re-

quest was received, a list of spon-

sors and officers was available.

Who elected these folks to serve

in so responsible a capacity?

Again, let it be emphasized that

most of the personages are well-

known in American Jewish life

and have rendered selfless serv-

ice on the national level. Yet, at

least as far as representation of

the various states is concerned,

it is apparent that no popular

referendum had been held and

no informed opinion had been so-

licited who would be best

equipped to serve on behalf of

state-wide Jewish communities.

As for every inclusive commit-

tee dealing with issues effecting

the contemporary Jewish commu-
nity, it was necessary from the

inception of the American Jewish

Tercentenary to delimit its scope

so that any serious difference of

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opinion and clash of ideology be

avoided. However, it is equally

apparent that compromise can

never be satisfactory to all the

constituents of this committee.

Thus no definition of the label

"Jew" or "Jewish" was offered

anywhere. The official guide of

the Tercentenary stated: "The

celebration should not be commit-

ted to either philosophy. It should

be neither Zionist, non-Zionist,

nor anti-Zionist." What an issue to

resurrect after the State of Israel

has been a reality for the past six

years! Except for the incorri-

gible hard core of self-haters,

there is not one Jew in America

to whom the "Zionist issue" is a

matter of life and death. Israel

is here to stay.

The slightly apologetic ten-

dency of the first draft of the

Guide is seen in the frequent re-

currence of such words as "patri-

otic," "loyal," and the suggestion

to emphasize problems of inter-

tion. Subsequently, a Round Let-

ter was published under the

aegis of the National Council of

the Churches of Christ which

weakened the Interfaith Aspect

of the observance "not intended

to emphasize problems of inter-

group relations or of anti-Semi-

tism." The letter signed by the

Associate General Secretary of

the National Council proceeds to

inform the Protestant clergy that

recent literature published by the

American Jewish Tercentenary

omits the suggestion to form local

interfaith committees actively to

participate in the celebration.

Apparently the warning of an in-

fluential group, such as the Cen-

tral Conference of American
Rabbis, whose immediate past

president issued an urgent ap-

peal not to let the occasion de-

teriorate into a publicity stunt to

incur a favorable press for Amer-
ican Jewry, had been heeded. For

earlier in the letter to the pas-

tors previously quoted we find

this significant admission: "The

Committee does not intend that

the discussion should be focused

upon the historical contribution

of the Jews to the development

of freedom in America."

We are here interested in the

word "contributions." For much
of the discussion has centered

about this term. Our self-esteem

and a sense of importance as in-

dividuals demands that we make
a "contribution," that we are cre-

ative in doing our daily work as

well as in our leisure time. This

feeling is being transferred to

the group. The danger becomes

soon evident that a tendency will

arise to claim group contributions

which do not exist or generalize

that valid achievements of indi-

viduals be wholly attributed to

the ethnic background and envi-

ronmental stimulation of the

hero. In the latter instance the

American Jewish Tercentenary

moved with caution, in the for-

mer it was quite outspoken. "We
have not been the only ones to

bring such values to America;

others have done as much or

more. For this reason we would

not assume a tone of self-glorifi-

cation or vainglorious boasting,

or imply comparisons of Jewish

"contributions" to America with

those of other groups." Surely,

this reflects healthy thinking.

However, wherever one turns,

the reader is confronted with ex-

travagant claims. Judah Monis'

publication of a Hebrew Gram-

mar in 1735 is used as evidence

for the early impact of Jews and

Hebrew on American life. How
great was the response to the

grammar? And what merit may
Mr. Monis claim who abandoned

his Jewish faith with ease to ac-

cept an appointment to teach at

Harvard? It is a common failing

by some of these apologists to in-

clude as Jewish any person who.

by accident, was born to Jewish

parents. Judah P. Benjamin, sec-

retary of state of the Confeder-

acy, is the most obvious instance.

He never denied his Jewish

background, but not the slightest

evidence is obtainable that he

ever took any interest in the re-

ligious,,social or philanthropic ac-

tivities of his fellow Jews. And in

the South Judah Touro and Mayer

Lehman, the distinguished Sena-

tor's father, could have inspired

him with a good example!

But we go even further. Who
could calmly say that the contri-

bution to America of a Haym Sol-

omon, of a Mordecai M. Noah,

American consul in Tunis and the

earliest known diplomat of Jew-

ish prevenance, of Albert Mi-

chaelson, the renowned physicist,

of the sculptor Jacob Epstein, the

musicians George Gershwin, Irv-

ing Berlin and Aaron Copeland,

the Jewish generals and admirals,

atomic scientists and writer of

fiction, philosophers and enter-

tainers a la Jolson, Cantor and

Benny, was made with even a hint

of consciousness that it could be

regarded as a "Jewish" gift to the

common weal. These men labored

and created as individuals. Their

attainments would have benefit-

ed some other country, if they

had lived there under similar cir-

cumstances and under the stim-

ulus of the same historical condi-

tions.

It is equally difficult to prove

that we, as a group, made any

contribution to America. If the

original colonies were saturated

with "Hebraic mortar," it took

them quite a while to demon-
strate their kindness and gener-

osity to the maker of this build-

ing material. Contrary to some
misconceptions, the Jews did

NOT enjoy universal freedom in

the colonies. This does not imply

that their conditions were not in-

finitely better than elsewhere,

except in Holland and England,

during the same period. Of course,

from the very outset, after Peter

Stuyvesant had been rebuked in

his efforts to curb Jewish rights

in the sphere of religious observ-

ance and the bearing of arms, the

position of the Jew was altogether

more secure and respected than

anywhere in Europe where the

medieval prejudices lingered on

even during the era of liberalism

to be unfolded in their pristine

cruelty in our life-time. Early in

the eighteenth century a Jew was

elected constable in New York
City, and southern readers are

aware of the Charleston hero,

Francis Salvador, who was elected

to serve in the provincial legisla-

ture of South Carolina in 1774.

However, he did not enjoy his of-

fice for very long, since he was

killed in a border clash with In-

dians. Yet in our own state of

North Carolina Christianity as the

official religion was abolished

only in the reconstructionist con-

stitution of 1868. A discrimina-

tory clause in the constitution of

New Hampshire was not removed
until eight years later. Only as

we view the struggle of other mi-

nority groups, ethnic, religious or

social, to obtain the realization of

the dream envisaged in the Fed-

eral Constitution, particularly the

Bill of Rights, do we gain a proper

perspective of the small part we
have played in the progress of

the American drama which has

come to its end, as the present

squabble about the implementa-

tion of the Supreme Court deci-

sion to abolish racial segregation

in the public school amply indi-

cates. This understanding of our

role does not belittle that Jewish

suffering and ingenuity were re-

sponsible, let us say, for the

growth of the Labor Union move-

ment, following the pangs of the

industrial revolution and the sub-

sequent exploitation of hundreds

of thousands of poor Jewish im-

migrants in the textile field, and

also for the unique charitable in-

stitutions, purely philanthropic

as well as socially ameliorative,

which have saved the lives of mil-

lions of our brethren and,

through the Community Chest

system—a development of the

Jewish Federation idea conceived

in Cleveland some fifty years ago

—of untold Americans.

Actually, even the historical

basis for celebrating the Tercen-

tenary now is open to challenge.

Individual Jews were found on

Columbus' ships. In the Common-
wealth of Virginia we encounter

a Jew in 1621. Solomon Franco

drew public relief in Massachu-

setts in 1649. Well, we would say,

this is the first Jewish group ex-

perience, the first official recog-

nition of Jewish differentness in

the social and religious realm,

and the beginning of the struggle

for Jewish equality. We are dis-

playing a tendency, when proffer-

ing this argument, to transfer our

own group consciousness, height-

ened by the European experience

of the immigrants of the last sev-

enty-odd years, to first settlers.

Except for wishing to maintain a

minyan and a Jewish cemetery,

there is little basis for assuming

a strong group instinct and de-

sire for self-perpetuation, which

we now take for granted. The

more records of the pioneers we

discover in American synagogue

genizas and discarded letter col-

lections, the more inter-mar-

riages and speedy loss of Jewish

identification come to the fore. If

we insist on the significance of

the Jewish group in American

life, we should defer our Tercen-

tenary until 2143, for only with

the founding of B'nai B'rith, by

German Jews, did an organization

arise which cemented a group

consciousness among the scat-

tered fifty thousand Jews then

living in the United Statees.

There is one valid purpose for

this celebration. It has been rec-

ognized by many groups and

might lead to a great, educational

renaissance : the study of the past

achievements and the voluntary

determination to seek a more

glorious future of Jews in our

blessed America!

THE STORY OF AMERICA'S

LEADING COMEDIAN

In the "Borscht Circuit" of

summer resorts in the Catskill

Mountains northwest of New
York City, a rainy day can be a

calamity. Hotel or vacation camp
managers watch their guests

anxiously for signs of boredom

—

often preceding movement back

to the city: "Why should we pay

to sit around here? We can sit

at home.'

At such times—in the old days

and even now—the typical man-

ager would call for his "toomul-

lers." "Schnell," he would say,

"mach a toomul." The young men,

who were likely to be employed

also as waiters, busboys, athletic

counsellors, or entertainers,

would proceed to disrupt the

creeping ennui of the premises

by creating comic tumult: chas-

ing each other, taking prat-falls,

toppling into swimming pools,

and improvising other frenetic

fun. The toomullers learned to

make people laugh, and some are

still doing it, as stars of show

business. Few are as successful

as Danny Kaye, an international

film and stage favorite.

Danny's career as an enter-

tainer didn't begin in the Cat-

skills, but it was there that he

developed some of the princi-

pal characteristics of his style.

He was born Daniel Kominski,

son of an immigrant tailor from

Russia, on January 18, 1913, in

Brooklyn, New York City. He
later claimed that his father was

a natural comedian; it, is certain

that Danny himself liked to get

up and make people laugh while

still a child. In high school, he

was a good athlele, and showed

ambition toward a career in med-

icine—that ubiquitous aspiration

of Jews. Family resources did

not permit planning for college,

however, and Danny left high

school in his last half-year, run-

ning off with a friend on a wild

tour to Florida. The boys made

a few dollars; Danny sang, his

friend played the guitar. Not an

auspicious beginning—or so it

seemed at the time.

Back in New York, Danny
worked at a soda fountain, then

for an insurance company. The

story goes that some of his friv-

olous mathematics cost the com-

pany thousands of dollars, and

his job and dreams of business

success went glimmering. He be-

gan to entertain at parties—then

became well-known as a toomul-

ler during summer seasons. In

1933, as part of a touring danc-

ing act, Danny lost his balance

on stage, took a ludicrous header

into the footlights, and discov-

ered in the audience's laughter a

beginning for a serious stress on

comedy.

For the next few years, he

served the hard apprenticeship

of the minor entertainer on tour

throughout the U. S., two years

in the Orient, and a generally un-

successful engagement at the

Dorchester Hotel in London

—

which opened the night of the

Munich crisis. He was still the

funny toomuller, but the mate-

rial to express his peculiar style

and talent was still lacking.

Then, at Max Liebman's Camp
Tamiment in Pennsylvania,

Danny met Sylvia Fine, a pianist

and composer who came from his

own neighborhood in Brooklyn.

Danny and Sylvia were married

—but not until after his success

on Broadway in "The Straw Hat

Revue" of 1939, which had been

put together by Liebman and

Miss Fine, using the best of the

summer-camp routines. Imogene
Coca was the star, but Danny's

appearance in ten sketches struck

the critics. The iron discipline of

disappointment and growth in

obscurity was now to be trans-

muted into professional gold.

When he opened at La Marti-

nique, a New York night club, it

was evident that he was finding

himself and his audience. He
made the same old toomul of

Borscht Belt tradition—but now
there was the additional sub-

stance of the material Sylvia com-

posed for him. He entered the

Broadway musical, 'Lady In The
Dark," starring the late Gertrude

Lawrence, and stopped the show
utterly with his now-classic ren-

dition of Ira Gershwin's "Tschai-

kowsky," in which he juxtaposed

the names of 50 Russian compos-

ers in 38 seconds. This kind of

rapid-fire patter-song, delivered

with volatile "bounce" and mas-

tery of dialect, became a trade-

mark, called for by audiences

wherever he went. When he re-

turned to La Martinique, it was at

a salary of $2,000 a week—twice

what he used to make as the lead-

ing toomuller, for a whole sum-

mer season.

In 1941, he was the lead in

"Let's Face It," singing not only

Cole Porter's songs, but many
especially written by Miss Fine
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—including the archtype of his

"git - gat - gittle," "triple - talk"

song-and-pantomimes, "Melody

In F." During the war, he toured

service camps and in bond-sale

drives. His first film, "Up In

Arms," was made for Samuel

Goldwyn in 1944, and his first big

radio shows, with trumpeter

Harry James, in 1945. In the

film, 'Wonder Man," his ebullient

versatility broke out in a role in

which he played many charac-

ters. After "The Kid From Brook-

lyn," a version of an old Harold

Lloyd comedy, he appeared again

in a multiple characterization as

the sea captain-surgeon-cowboy-

air ace hero of the daydreams of

"The Secret Life of Walter

Mitty." "A Song Is Born," in

1948, was not, his style, and was

not successful. "The Inspector

General," from the Gogol story,

gave him a field-day, allowing

him to portray a debonair

Frenchman, a supercilious Prus-

sian, a gauche Englishman, as

well as a peasant simpleton. In

"On The Riviera," he played a

double role, and in "Hans Chris-

tian Andersen," a rather far-

fetched glorification of the Dan-

ish story-teller. Among other

things, his latest film, "Knock

On Wood," lets him make a farci-

cal toomul out of classical ballet

—a favorite field for his tomfool-

ery.

Kaye's qualities seem to burst

through the restricting format of

his films—when they are not

held prisoner. There is much to

be said for the idea that he has

never been extended to his full-

est range, that he has within him

the potentiality for great com-

edy, as well as comic toomul. A
ground for this belief is his ex-

traordinary effect in the more
personal, face-to-face situation of

the stage appearance. In 1948, he

returned to England to appear at

London's Palladium, exploding to

coruscations of praise. The too-

muller captured the people, all

the way up to royalty; at one per-

formance, a marquess gladly paid

to stand. He has returned to Eng-

land four times since, and is es-

tablished there as no less than

an institution. Once, in Scotland,

a great crowd massed outside his

hotel, singing, "Will ye no coom
back again?"

In his "Palladium-type" show,

Kaye appears for over an hour

and a half, holding the stage for

the entire second half of the per-

formance.

Vegetables are an important

complement to any meal. Here

are some suggestions that have

been found appetizing.

BOILED SAUERKRAUT
Take brisket of beef weigh-

ing about two or three pounds.

Set it. on to boil in two quarts of

water, a little salt and the usual

soup greens. When the meat is

tender take it out, salt it, well and

put on to boil again in a porcelain,

lined kettle, having previously re-

moved all the bones. Add about a

cup of the soup stock and as much
sauerkraut as you desire. Boil

about one hour; tie one table-

spoon of caraway seed in a bag

and boil in with the kraut. Thick-

en with two raw potatoes, grated,

and add one tablespoon of brown
sugar. This gives you meat, vege-

tables and soup. Mashed potatoes,

kartoffelkloesse or many kind of

flour dumpling is a nice accomp-

animent. Sauerkraut is just as

good warmed over as fresh, which

may be done two or three times

in succession without injury to

its flavor.

KAL DOLMAR
Boil cabbage whole for ten

minutes. Let, it cool and boil the

rice. Mix chopped meat, rice, and

salt and pepper. Separate the cab-

bage leaves; put about three ta-

blespoons of the meat and rice in

the leaves, roll up and tie together

with string. Then fry in fat until

brown. Boil for half an hour in a

little water. Make brown gravy

and pour over.

SAVOY CABBAGE WITH RICE

Boil cabbage whole for five min-

utes; drain, separate the leaves

after it has cooled. Mix one cup

of boiled rice with three dozen

raisins, pinch of salt, one tea-

spoon of cinnamon and two ta-

blespoons of drippings. Put two

tablespoons of this mixture in

three or four leaves, roll them
and tie together with string.

Place in pan and let cook for an

hour until done. This dish is just

as good warmed up a second time.

There must be sufficient fat

and gravy to prevent the cabbage

rolls from sticking to the bottom

of the pan which must be kept

closely covered.

BELGIAN RED CABBAGE
Put two or three sticks of cin-

namon, salt and pepper, one-half

teaspoon cloves, one onion sliced

thin, one bay leaf, two cups of

water, three tablespoons of drip-

pings in saucepan, then add five

or six greening apples, peeled

and cut in quarters. Lastly, put in

one medium-sized red cabbage,

cut in halves and then slice very

thin. Cook three hours and then

add two tablespoons each of sugar

and vinegar; cook one minute

more.

CARROTS WITH BRISKETS
OF BEEF

Salt and pepper two pounds of

fat brisket of beef and let stand

several hours. Wash and scrape

two bunches of carrots and cut in

small cubes. Place in kettle with

meat, cover with boiling water

and cook several hours or until

the meat and carrots are tender,

and the water is half boiled away.

Heat two tablespoons of fat in a

spider, let brown slightly, add

two tablespoons of flour and grad-

ually one cup of carrot and meat
liquid. Place in kettle with meat

and carrots and boil until carrots

become browned.

COMPOTE OF CARROTS
(RUSSIAN STYLE)

Make a syrup of one cup of

sugar and one cup of water by

boiling ten minutes. To this syrup

add two cups of carrots diced,

which have previously been

browned in two tablespoons hot

fat or butter. Cook all together

until carrots are tender. Brown
in oven and serve.

CORN ON THE COB
Free the corn from husks and

silk; have a kettle of water boil-

ing hard; drop the corn into it

and cook ten minutes (or longer

if the corn is not young). If a

very large number of ears are put

into the water they will so reduce

the temperature that, a longer

time will be needed. In no case,

however, should the corn be left

too long in the water, as over-

cooking spoils the delicate flavor.

Sparks

U.J. A. Conference

On Sunday, October 10th, the

North Carolina United Jewish Ap-

peal conference was held at the

B'nai Israel Community Center in

High Point, with about two hun-

dred delegates in attendance.

The dinner meeting, which fol-

lowed an afternoon work-shop,

was thrilled by the address of

Spencer D. Irwin, associate editor

of the Cleveland (Ohio) Plain

Dealer, and nationally known col-

umnist and commentator on for-

eign affairs. W. Kerr Scott, candi-

date for the United States Senate,

and former Governor of North

Carolina preceded Mr. Irwin.

The afternoon session was pre-

sided over by E. J. Evans, mayor

of Durham, and co-chairman for

the State. Robert J. Lipton, of

Durham, State Chairman, pre-

sided at the dinner meeting, at

which Mrs. Jerome Meyer, of

Richmond, Virginia, national rep-

resentative of the Women's Divi-

sion of U.J.A. also spoke.

Mr. Irwin brought the audience

to its feet by his forthright de-

nouncing of a policy which re-

sulted in Arab appeasement by

Great Britain and the United

States because of the fear that

"oil lines would be cut if any-

thing were done to antagonize the

Arab countries." He gave it as his

opinion that there could be an

early settlement of Israeli-Arab

difficulties if the great powers

wanted it that way.

Relating experiences on his

third trip to Israel and the Arab

States last year, Irwin said the

Arabs are suspicious of anything

Western and of all Westerners.

They are resentful toward the

United States, holding this coun-

try responsible for the establish-

ment of Israel through the U. N.

And they are especially bitter to-

ward Israel. "They blame every-

thing, even to a burned dinner,

on the Jews," he said.

Present day Arab propaganda

is that Israel is going to attack the

Arabs. "It is a silly line of propa-

ganda to preach since the Jewish

population is one milion 700 thou-

sand compared to Israel's Arab
neighbors of over 40 million peo-

ple," he stated.

More than 200,000 Arabs have

never left the soil that is now
Israel and these have all the

rights of any first-class citizen,

the speaker declared. "It is the

first, time in history that an Arab
woman has been able to vote."

Those remaining in Israel have

this right.

The Arabs contend that some

875,000 refugees in the U. N.

camps have been chased out of

Israel by the Jews. The speaker

declared this to be an untruth.

Some were brought, out by Arab
leaders prior to the end of World
War II. Others were driven in

from Arab states because of the

guaranteed food supply, and oth-

er roaming tribes who prefer the

camps, he said.

In speaking of Border inci-

dents, the speaker declared that

either the United States or Eng-

land could stop them by threat-

ening discontinuation of financial

aid. However, because oil lines

run across Arab states involved,

these countries seem afraid to in-

terfere.

Three officials of the Anti Defamation League of B'nai B'rith left Idlewild Airport for a four week
study tour of West Germany. They traveled at in the invitation of the Bonn Government.

Jacob Alson, treasurer of the League, is chairman of a group that include Benjamin H. Epstein,
ADL's national director, and Nath an C. Belth, its public relations director. Mrs. Alson is accompa-
nied by his wife.

The group visited Frankfurt, Bonn, Cologne, Dusseldorf, Essen, Munich, Hamburg and Berlin,
surveying civil rights conditions in West Germany.
"For more than two decades, the League has been vitally concerned with conditions in Germany,"

Mr. Alson said. "We proposed at this time to survey current German attiudes toward minority
rights which would help our constituents and the American public to understand better these prob-
lems as they exist in Germany today."

In extending the invitation, Walter Hallstein, Secretary of State of the Bonn Foreign Office, told
the League: "This study tour is intended to enable you to see conditions in the new Germany for
yourself. You will be given an op portunity to acquaint yourself with conditions in the Federal Re-,
public in general and in your spe cial fields of interest in particula r,"

The Festival of Freedom

Guest Editorial for Chanukah
By Fred I. Rypins, Rabbi

Temple Emanuel, Greensboro, N . C.

As we look back more than two thousand years, we see an

epic struggle for religious liberty. We doubt whether either the

Maccabees or the Syrian Greeks understood the significance of

their conflict to the world and to the history of mankind. We
question if they could have had even a dim premonition of the

place the Bible was to win or of its great influence among men
for many centuries.

The Syrians were right in one regard. They correctly an-

alyzed the strength of the Jew. They rightlv saw that Judaism

was the soul of their life and if they destroyed it, then Judah
could be subjugated. But they did not understand how much
men would do for their faith. They underestimated the power
of the spirit. They knew not that each man would have the

strength of ten. Before they realized what they were doing, they

had stirred up a hornet's nest to their own undoing.

We may well honor the Maccabees for their dauntless hero-

ism. They were few in number. They found that many of their

brethren had been seduced by Hellenic culture and did not care

what happened. They realized that the troops of Alexander had

swept all before them and that they were facing a great military

power. But thev saw no other choice possible with honor because

their religion was more precious than life itself.

Do Jews today see the possibilities that Chanukah, the Feast

of Lights or the Feast of Dedication, may have for us? Many
of our people simply go along with our neighbors and allow the

secular side of the Christmas season to dominate their hearts and
homes. They forget about kindling the Chanukah candles. Thev
do not give gifts to their children nor have the gladsome par-

ties that would make the festival week one of beauty and of rich-

ness for the home.

We have found that our youngsters can find much in our

holiday. They like to light the first candle on the first night, re-

cite the simple blessings, and sing th jovous melodies. Thev look

forward to each succeeding evening, not only because of the

present given to each person but even more for the warm senti-

ments stirred up by the heroes of old. This is their festival when
their holy law was saved from the heathen. This marks the day
when their fathers struck a mighty blow for religious freedom,

saved the Holv Scriptures, and did much for mankind.
Nor should we overlook the opportunity for cultivating

good interfaith relations. We will find that one or two nights a

week can be utilized for parties in which the Christen friends

of your youngsters will be glad to participate. We will discover

that the public school teachers of our children will be pleased

to receive an invitation to dinner in our homes. We will notice

that they are delighted to take part in the Chanukah ceremony
before or after the meal and as a result they and our children

will feel closer to one another.

Of course, a great deal depends upon our attitude and our
own philosophy. We cannot give something to our young, if we
do not have it ourselves. How can we create in them a desire to

be loyal to Judaism if we do not care? How can we teach them
to avoid the pitfall of chauvinism on the one side and that of a

false shame on the other? To do so, we will need a positive, calm
faith based on a knowledge of our past and a love for our peo-
ple. We do not need to have an exaggerated pride and think we
are better than others. Instead, we should feel that we have that

which is ood and we can share with all men of good will.

Today, we are witnessing a remarkablee return of the Jew to

Judaism. It is in line with our neighbors as measured bv in-

creased church membership, attendance, and active interest. It is

marked for us also by a greater participation in our holy days,

among which Chanukah has been advancing rapidly to a more
important position.

This is a natural for our children. They love to kindle the

candles, receive gifts, and rejoice in a party atmosphere. They
can participate and have an important role. They find that re-

ligion is not always dull and uninteresting. They begin to de-

velop a greater enthusiasm for the faith of their fathers.

But primarily, Chanukah is the Festival of Freedom. It was
in defense of their altar that the Maccabees fought, bled, and
d ed. It was for the right to worship God as thev thought
right. They rejected any easy compromise with expediency. They
saw what was lacking in the attractive culture of the Greeks.

They preferred the "Beauty of Holiness" to the "Holiness of

Beauty."

Their victory was to benefit all mankind, because there is no
telling what would have been the cours of historv if thev had

been vanauished. Undoubtedly the Bible wou'd have been de-

stroyed. How could Judaism have continued without sacred

Scripture? How couM Christianity have come in«-o being? If re-

ligion did survive, what a terrific defeat it would have suffered

and how long and how slow would have been the recovery.

But they were to achieve the impossible. They were to save

not only their own cherished beliefs but they were to hand on
the Bible to the generation after them. In it, man would find

again and again a new impetus to liberty. There was the doctrine

of the eauality of man. Even the great King David had to an-

swer to the holy law. Here was the basis of modern democracy
and liberty. No wonder that Kings wanted no translations into

the native tongue so that men might read as they ran. There
was too much dynamite that could and did eventually destroy

their thrones.

Of course, freedom of religion could not exist by itself. It

would encourage men to demand freedom of speech. It would

gain much thereby because as men spoke their minds, new and

vigorous interpretations of the great principles would come
forth. Men would exult in this new found freedom of thought.

They would never be content to have chains put on their minds
and gags on their lips. They would demand not less but more
and more liberty.

To defend their newlv won freedom, thev would ask for the

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As I Saw Israel
By Robert M. Evans

Dear Family:

I feel as if I were writing you

from a distance that is worlds

apart. In a sence, it's very true

—I'm aboard ship now in the

midst of the Mediterranean,

bound for Marseilles from Na-

ples, via the Islands of Corsica

and Elba. My summer was spent

in Israel on a Jewish Agency
sponsored follewship-type ar-

rangement for a Summer Insti-

tute.

There's so much to tell, I'm at

a loss to begin. After a summer
like this your impressions are

as many as they are varied. And
so much of what I've thought and

felt is bound up in the sights I've

seen and my personal reaction

to those sights, things that by
their nature, defy definition on

paper, much less their transmis-

sion of feeling by a phrase or

two. Mom would probably call

this emotion, with a choke in her

voice and a tear in her eye—

I

may not choke as loudly or tear

as readily, but at least there's a

lot of the same feeling beneath

it all.

As for Israel—I'm like the guy

surrounded by trees, so many of

them that I miss seeing the for-

est. And each tree can be analo-

gized as a separate item of ex-

perience for I'm deluged now by
so many individual memories
that it's difficult to perceive it

all in a pattern of summation

—

that will come in time when per-

sonal sentiment can be submerg-

ed into its proper scope and per-

spectives of the summer begin

to take shape.

I remember my first reaction,

as simple as it was unique—

I

was in a land of Jews. Now
there's no complexity involved

in this, it wasn't shocking or

startling in it's revelation for it's

a perfectly plain and obvious fact

of existence. But you have to act-

ually be in Israel to experience

the uniqueness of it—you're in

a land of nothing but Jews—from

the horizon to the foreground,

there're Jews and Jews alone,

and it's quite the exception to be

anything else; your eyes wonder

over billboards and store fronts,

over posters and marquees, and

see only Hebrew characters.

Seems odd when you've seen

these letters only in Prayer

Books and Synagogues, but it's

impact is to let you know that

this is a place where Jews not

only live but belong. I can easily

understand why so many people

feel as if they've come home. To

me it had never occurred that I

was away, and I was far from

experiencing an emotion of "re-

turing home" but it at least en-

gendered enough of an affinity

in me to savour slightly the

tasteful attachment so many had.

Seemed unusual also to walk the

streets of Jerusalem and stare

incredulously at the sea of faces

that float by—Asiatic to Euro-

pean, Chinese to Negro, from

culture to crudeness—but all of

them Jews. Amazing thought to

attempt a realization of the bond

of similarity that tied me to them
—not feelings of aversion or re-

vulsion, but merely of unique-

ness at the strangeness of it all.

We had a busy time of it dur-

ing our two months here. The
first month we were in Jerusa-

lem, making trips to places and
regions within reach of the City,

attending Seminars with Govern-

ment and Cabinet Officials, hear-

ing talks on various phases of

Israeli life, seeing one of the

world's most famous and beau-

tiful cities and meeting and know-

ing people.

Jerusalem is truly a sight to

see, a curious conglomeration of

past and present with a pretty

promising future thrown in for

agreeable contrast. You walk

through older parts of the City,

and see relics of a bygone day

or empires and kings, where

chariots thundered by and ar-

mies surged through, and where

people simply lived in their own
crude pleasures or discomforts,

wanting much the same things

out of life that people 3000 years

later still haven't learned to ac-

quire. Or you see a fact of 1954

life—the old wall of the old Citv

of Jerusalem sandbagged on the

top by Jordanian troops, streets

barricaded from passage from

Israel to Jordan and even a few

guns that stealthily stick a muz-

zle out to sniff the air of a "UN
Peace" and according to paper

reports every few days, break

out in firing to claim a few lives

and remind you of the tension.

Parts of Jerusalem live under

a martial tension; you wonder
how long people can tolerate in-

terdictory fire like this, whose

only purpose is harrassment and

hatred—it's been six years now
with a settlement dimmer now
than then. And yet the people

have adopted a personal resolu-

tion which encompasses guard-

ed existence but reserves final

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judgment. It's far from pleasant,

but day to day life goes right

on living. So they still serve

lunch on the King David Terrace

in plain view of Arab snipers in

the old City; Shops, and Bazaars

on border streets go right on

selling to a jostling clientele,

prepared always to seek the cov-

er of the nearest gutter; little

kids play next to and into no

man's land, and families sit down
to eat in dining rooms minus one

collapsed wall in complete ex-

posure to Arab legionnaires.

Walking through these parts of

the city, you're tense yourself

for this exposure to an armed
hostility isn't quite routine—in

this street gun fire tore through

a crowd of people last week

—

in that street two mortar shells

ten days ago blocked traffic and

took lives. You actually feel a

relaxation when you leave. But

many of these people live and

sleep there and they get no prom-

ises of safe existence or social

security compensation — they

merely live and hope to keep on

doing that. But they've got tre-

mendous faith in the righteous-

ness of their own cause and,

even more, optimism to match it.

No fear or a renewal of the war

here—only tremendous confi-

dence in their own ability to set-

tle things themselves if some

kind of negotiated logic fails to

terminate an intolerable exist-

ence, and sincere wonderment

at how a peace loving U. S. can

give munitions and arms to peo-

ples as bluntly hostile and overt-

ly unmindful of U. N. attempts

at mitigation—the logic of power

politics fails to convince in this

setting.

As a Naval Reserve Officer

now, I had to check in with the

American Embassy at Tel Aviv

—spent an interesting half hour

talking with the Air Attache

there, explaining to me U. S.

reasons for courses of action. Re-

vealing, but things I could never

in sincerity repeat to Israelis

—

it may be our interests but it's

their lives.

We got to see quite a bit of

Israeli landscape. One thing an

American has to do is readjust

his dimension of distance to a

new standard — the country's

only 250 miles long, 70 wide at

its maximum. Quite in contrast

to a six day and night drive over

3100 miles from Washington, D.

C. to Frisco for the Navy two

years ago, but it has the advan-

tage of permitting you in two

months time to see most parts

of the country from the scorched

deserts of the Negev in the south

to the rocky slopes of the Judaen

Hills up to the rolling plains of

the Gaill and the mountain ranges

pressing up against Lebanon and

springing up across the Jordan

into Syria. It's scenery that's so

entirely Israel—mountains in the

central section that are not high

but very steep on the sides,

rounded out by centuries of win-

dy rain into an egg-shape top.

And rocks—the most striking

thing to the first view is the

rocks of the landside. Not large

solid sheets of it, but billions

of boulders and stones of innum-

erable sizes and shapes, whole

fields and hill sides with a floor

under wild grass and shrub of

rocks and stones like the gravel

pit of a lake-bottom. And spring-

ing from seemingly impenetrable

stone ground the most symble-

matic thing in the whole country

—her trees. Little Olive trees

gnarled and withered with
branches wildly contorted into

wierd formations of holes, knots,

hollow and split limbs, beaten

and battered by who knows how
many seasons of a pummeling
and punishing landscape, bent

by wind and age, but every spring

budding out new springs of green

aleaf and fruit. It's fantastic

where the darned things grow, on

a perpendicular hillside, out of

solid rock. But nothing is more

emblematic of Israel than her

gnarled trees—beautiful in their

ugliness and prevalent stones

—

discouraging in their abundance.

Poets can make all kinds of allu-

sions; an insurmountable will to

live in spite of rather than be-

cause of a hardness of purpose

and strength of existence, a ten-

acity for retention of an ideal that

proved inextinguishable to both

persecution and seduction.

That's one of the amazing

things about this country—the

depth of its idealism, and the

height of its ambition. You travel

around and see what they've ac-

complished, so much from so

little, but their needs multiply.

It's staggering the things that

have yet to be done. But they go

about things with an indifference

to difficulty and magnitude that's

sometimes amusing to see; for

example in the North country is

a large lake called the Huleh,

nestled betwen two mountains in

a valley. The Huleh has a back-

water swamp that from the

mountain top stretches as far as

the eye can see up the valley.

They're going to drain all of this

to make arable fields out of it

all, tough enough and quite com-
mendable in itself. But the water

from this they'll send into a huge
concrete artificial river, running

it through a 200 meter drop over

a 5 kilometer distance that will

furnish a hydroelectric power po-

tential large enough to supply

the whole country in an emerg-
ency. This water they'll run
through huge pipes to a storage

valley. This valley is 12 kilome-

ters wide and stretches in length

far over the end of a distant, ho-

rizon. It's never held water be-

fore, but they're going to floor

this entire valley to a depth of

12 feet, then repipe it to the op-

posite end of the country where
they'll use it to saturate a desert

soil that, in the past has yielded

naught but rock (more of it) and
sand. This will enable them to

settle in the desert enough peo-

ple to almost double the popula-

tion of the country; but they tell

you all this with an unassuming
blandness that is as charming as

it is disarming; these crazy peo-

ple mean what they say, and if

incredibility belies their accom-

plishment, you just bring your
logical smugness back in twelve

months and see what miracles

modern-day pioneers can do with

a little educated idiocy.

It's part of the wonder of Israel

—a completely insensible sensi-

bility—the anachronism of the

words is as beguiling as the

deeds that inspired them. And
amidst all this bustling initiative

sit the lazing Arabs still left in

the country—a bunch of slothful

indolents content, to sit out their

days in primitive placidity, so

much in contrast to a kind of Is-

raeli dynamism that may well

help transform an entire way of

life here in the Near East. This

little land without doubt is the

spark of a surging regeneration

of all that can be called society

and culture—remains to be seen

whether or not this can light any
kind of a torch of progress in a

world dominated by camel-back

Arabs and sun-scorched sands.

You get a real sense of history

—both made and making, that

pervades the air and atmosphere.

You look at the hills of Judea or

the Olive trees of Galilee and for

a moment you can almost imag-

ine what the figure was like of

David or Solomon as he walked;

Jesus gesturing toward the hills,

or Mohammed motioning to the

skies. We drove through the val-

ley where David fought Goliath;

went to Mt. Gilboa where King

Saul was killed; saw the caves

of Nazareth where Mary and Jo-

seph raised Jesus, gazed in the

distance at the Mosque of Omar
from which Mohammed suppos-

edly went up into heaven—it's

difficult to imagine that from the

same rocks and soil could spring

not one, but three faiths to in-

spire masses for centuries—all

three so close and yet so dis-

tant. And at the same time you

look around at an ever develop-

ing present—a new University in

Jerusalem, a new factory in the i

Galil, five whole new towns at

Ashkelon—an entire rebirth of

a living land recast in a modern

role. It, doesn't take much imagi-

nation to make the transition

from past to present to perceive

even if ever so slightly—the

stream of consciousness that con-

nects then with now and will go

on to bind up now with tomor-

row, that here is a transition

that has permanence and dynam-

ism as its core elements and that

here is truly an ideal which can

capture the imagination and stim-

ulate the senses, one to which

dedication and fulfillment is as

axiomatic as breathing is to liv-

ing, for in the souls of many this

place must breathe if they are

to live.

But Israel is primarily people

—this is true of any country and

was important enough alone for

me to learn. But especially it is

true of Israel. My last two weeks

in the country I went to live in

a collectivized agricultural set-

tlement called a Kibbutz. I re-

call one day working in a Silo

with a Dutchman, a Moroccoan,

a Brazilian, an Englishman, and

me an American. In the cow-

barn near us worked an Irishman

and a guy from Scotland, helped

by two girls from India. Now in

the U. S. the immediate reaction

would be—"My isn't that won-

derful, all those people working

together—that's really the spirit

of internationalism". And yet to

the Israeli no such thought as

this would ever come to mind,

for common to each and all of

them is an underlying bond of

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Portrait Of

Hadassah's President

The national president of Ha-

dassah must be looked upon with

awesome respect, for she should

be a person of wide capabilities,

with a hearts as big as a "mellon."

Mrs. Rebecca Shulman, re-

cently re-elected president of this

organization, fits the bill . . . and

then some. She has a face which

radiates simple charm and rev-

erent kindness, and a disposition

of calm wisdom.

Rebecca, the child, grew up in

the metropolitan area of New'
York, though her original home
was Connecticut. Her life in Ha-

dassah started just as many other

members. She moved into a new
community as the young bride of

Herman Shulman in the year

1928; and was invited to join in a

sewing group. As they sewed,

they talked about Palestine. There

was something exciting in the

manner in which they sewed and

talked of a hospital many miles

away, and Rebecca was both

amazed and moved. She resolved

to find out more about this or-

anization of young women. So,

she attended her first meeting.

She soon found herself active in

the group; and not too long after-

wards was given what they then

termed the 'lowliest' job . . . youth

work." "They didn't know," Mrs.

Shulman now relates, "that this

lowliest job was the holiest job."

Her chapter was the Far Rock-

away group in Long Island, a

leading chapter in a great region.

However, this was long before re-

gional activity became a special

organizational policy, and it was

a natural activity of this group to

spread Hadassah. "I recall being

a part of a group who helped in

the organization of this work,"

members.
In 1929, Rebecca Shulman

joined her husband on a trip

abroad. There, she attended her

that Zionist Congress. "It was a

very thrilling experience," she

said, "and I have been to every

Zionist Congress since." When
she first attended, it was because

of a deep personal interest, but

when she later became a mem-
ber of the board, she went as an

official delegate.

In 1944, Rebecca Shulman's

name was added to the list of na-

tional chairman. Her first job was

Child Welfare, a project which

has developed into vocational ac-

tivities. On one hand, it consists

of child welfare, with mother-

child clinics; and on the other

hand, it is included in youth

activities, which bean as a school

luncheon project to feed hungry

children. It has now developed

into quite an enormous activity,

with a high school of its own. So

it was that a project which started

as a small, insignificant one, soon

became, in the capable hands of

this future president, one of the

vital parts of Hadassah's work in

Israel.

Mrs. Shulman is modest when
telling of her nomination as na-

tional secretary, claiming that "I

was perhaps the best available

person who happened to be

around." At that time, there was
only one national secretary, and

she was it. "I knew almost noth-

in of my job," she told this re-

porter, adding that in order to

learn and understand what peo-

ple were saying, she had to read,

study, think and live Hadassah.

By the time she presented her

first minutes, she was well aware

of the meaning of the words she

read. "The proof is in the pud-

ding" . . . and when Brandeis sent

an approved letter of thanks for

the wonderful minutes, the new
secretary was proud, and glad

that she had spent so much time

and effort to learn. It was, in fact,

one of her greatest thrills.

Her job did not stop with the

writing of the minutes, however,

Mrs. Herman Slnilin.ni

for while the mail was not so

large at that time (1934), she

had to read all of it and answer

it. Also, from time to time, while

holding down this office, she was
also called upon to fill in as chair-

man of other projects.

Rebecca Shulman's next big-

gest thrill was her election Presi-

dent of national Hadassah ... a

position which she accepted with

modest humility. "You don't have

to be a very important or brilliant

person to be a leader in Hadas-

sah," she told this reporter, who
incidentally, is a freshman presi-

dent of her chapter. "You just

have to have your heart in it, and

the will to work hard. Those are

your tools for any job."

Surprisingly enough, Mrs. Shul-

man says that her most difficult

job as president is the writing of

the President's message in Hadas-

sah's Newsletter. "I have a hard

time writing," she says, adding

that she also writes all of her

speeches, and that "I die over

them, and struggle with each

one."

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I did want to say for my opening
speech when the convention

opened in New York," the newly-

re-elected president related. "To
me, it was the most important
speech of my life, for it was the

first formal one made since taking

on the presidency last October."

"Hadassah women all over the

country look up to their national

president with almost the respect

of the president of a country," I

told Mrs. Shulman. She laughed,

recalling a similar thought dur-

ing a recent trip to Israel. She was
being shown through the "Lend-

ing a Helping Hand" set up
(which is a non-fund association

of people who can be helpful in

adding human therapy to their

list of necessary activities) when
she noticed two scrub women
"cleaning house" for "special"

company. She could not help but

overhear their conversation as she

passed. One asked the other,

"who is this dame we are prepar-

ing for?" Whereby the other an-

swered, "You know what a

'Bentzve' is? This is the Bentzve'

(president) of Hadassah." One
man in the corridor then tapped

the other on the side, "Mmmm,
this is the president of the United

States?" Mrs. Shulman summed
up their remarks by saying, "That

is what they think of Hadassah."

As we laughed at this wonder-

ful story of human interest, Mrs.

Shulman recalled a story Dr. Kal-

man Mann tells of his trip to De-

troit. He noticed a huge banner

spread across the boulevard, and

as he proudly read, "Welcome . . .

Hadassah," he heard a man re-

mark, "Must be a relative of Ike."

A typical day for our Hadassah

President is a day at the office. It

is a full time job, and sometimes

she even takes work home with

her. It consists strictly of desk

work . . . mostly international cor-

respondence and conferences.

She doesn't do any speaking. She

recalled a lesson she learned some

years ago when she addressed a

meeting. "I had the feeling,

(which I realized later was

wrong), that I must tell every-

thing I had learned up to that

time. Discussion followed my
speech, and one member got up

and said, T have a very special

question to ask.' Scared to death,

I waited as she asked, 'Is that your

own hair?' I was so relieved that

I took my hair down and gave a

demonstration." (Mrs. Shulman's

beautiful braids have long be-

come known as a mark of distinc-

tion.)

Mrs. Shulman's husband, Her-

man, died in 1945. Her one con-

solation was the fortunate feel-

ing which she felt in having had
such a "remarkable and wonder-

ful partner in life." "He was a

man of tremendous vitality," Mrs.

Shulman said with deep feeling,

telling me of his wide interests

and intensity about each. "He was
an excellent lawyer, and found

great pleasure in art and music,

which he loved. Also, he was one

of those remarkable 'Hadassah

Husbands' who took a deep pride

in my work; for, he, too was an

ardent Zionist." "Our Zionist ac-

tivity took different forms, how-

ever, for while I was out front

with my work, he was a 'behind

the scenes man.' " Herman Shul-

man prepared briefs on Israel and

was looked upon as an advisor. At

the opening of the United Nations

in San Francisco, he was sent as

an observer for the Zionist move-

ment.

Mrs. Shulman went on to tell

of her husband's interest in art,

"He made a point of collecting

work which was creative, receiv-

ing special pleasure from pur-

chasing paintings from unknown
artists, partly for the sake of help-

ing out the artist and partly be-

cause he liked the paintings. As

the years went on, many of these

paintings became famous and in-

valuable." Since her husband's

death, Mrs. Shulman has opened

her luxurious home to those in-

terested in art.

NEW TASTES IN SCHUL-LIFE

This is all about some 100

youngsters of our town who have

started out on a new way of re-

ligious practice in Judaism—

a

departure from the ways their fa-

thers taught them. From the ele-

vation of my own many years of

life, I can call them youngsters;

people in their 30's and 40's are

youngsters to me who sometimes

sighs, "Oh, to be in the 50's

again!"

I myself am of the generation

of their fathers who, if we
thought of the matter at all, were
sure that the Judaism we were
brought up in was precisely the

Judaism for our kids. We were
either Orthodox or Reform and
in both cases a lot of us felt let

down to see the kids getting away
from both.

If we were Orthodox we saw
them departing from our reli-

gious ways rather early in their

young lives. When they were 13

we had seen to it that the boys
were wrapped safely in t'fillim

for the prayers of the morning,
every morning.

But what happened? Within a

couple of years of bar mitzvah

they were throwing off t'fillim. In

the smart aleck way of their age,

they were asking, this is religion?

—this binding ourselves up in

straps each morning?

It was in the commandment
that they must carry the law in

their heads and on their arms

and on the doorposts of the

house. But scarcely were these

fresh kids well along in high

school than they spoke up to their

papas: "This doesn't mean liter-

ally that I've got to fasten the

law on my head and arm with a

strap. It just means that I've got

to keep the law in the ways I

think and in my work. I'm not

going to put on these t'fillim any

more."

In that way the departure of

the youngsters from Orthodoxy

began. It came to pass that their

fathers found themselves in the

synagogue alone on the Sabbath;

the papas remembered how in

their youth-time they always sat

beside their fathers in the syna-

gogue on the Sabbath. The boys

came to know the synagogue only

on Rosh Hashonah and Yom Kip-

pur.

If the fathers were Reform
they came eventually to similar

disappointment. I myself am one

of these. When we joined the Re-

form temple we were sure that

was something for the preserva-

tion of Judaism in the children.

Yes, we thought, those kids will be

faithful to a Judaism that's mod-
ern in all its ways. You can't ex-

pect them, what with their new
ideas, to stand faithful to the me-

dieval Judaism of Orthodoxy. It

would be like expecting them to

feel comfortable with old-fash-

ioned coal stoves in the house in

a time of gas and oil furnaces.

So, for the kids' sake, we took

up Reform, but where are those

kids now that they have grown
up and married? They are not in

the temple on the Sabbath and,

between ourselves, where's papa

himself on the Sabbath? Cer-

tainly, he's not often in the tem-

ple on the Sabbath. The Sabbath

congregation consists largely of

elderly ladies mourning for their

husbands.

Sometimes the Reform chil-

dren speak up when they are

asked why they aren't more reli-

giously observant? Well, they ask,

what's there to be found in tem-

ples that can be of interest to their

emotions? Just to sit there in an
atmosphere without much
warmth? Just to recite over and
over the prayers by rote out of a

book? Maybe that's just an easy

"Boy-

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excuse of theirs, but that's the

way they talk.

Well, all that brings me back to

the 100 youngsters of our town
who are protecting a satisfying

way of Judaism of their own; they

are of Orthodox and Reform ori-

gin. They are married and, like

me and the other oldsters did

long ago, they are thinking of Ju-

daism for their children—and
which way?

So in the recent months, they

started on their own way, they

established a synagogue of their

own in a new suburb in which
many of their age bracket have
been settling lately. ( One of these

days I shall tell you more about
this movement in our town.

)

On their own they selected a

form of Judaism equally away
from medieval traditions of Orth-

odoxy and of Reform, too. It will

seek a restoration of what's warm
yet rational in Orthodoxy, yet

keeping the fresh modernity of

Reform.

One of them, young Mr. Jay
Goldberg, was telling me: "Our
aim is to enable families to wor-

ship together and to help those

who are not too familiar with

Hebrew, to get the rich flavor of

this ancient tongue and the great

traditions of the Jewish faith.

"This is not a pretentious proj-

ect, as we feel we must crawl be-

fore we can walk, but it is a rather

encouraging and exciting sign of

a 'declaration of independence'

among some of the younger Jew-

ish people. It shows a revival of

interest among many people who
have not been affiliated or who
have grown disinterested in Juda-

ism."

these interests should "rub off"

on the Shulman's two sons, Mark
and Paul. They were brought up

in an art world which they pro-

tested, "Do we have to go to a

museum again today, or can we
have a good time?" But, they went

to the museum, and the protests

soon turned to vital interest as

the boys grew up, developing

strong art interests. (Mark is even

now carrying on the work of his

father as an art collector.)

Bear in mind also I'm still

in the throes of tremendous im-

pressionability in regard to it

all, for it now seems so unreal

to be traveling back to a rela-

tively civilized America that I

paddled around in for over twen-

ty years. The past seems so near

and vivid, the immediate future

so distant and vague.

I've waxed ecstatic because Is-

rael is a country of ecstasies

—

but even a tower of shimmering
whiteness is not without its

streaks of grey or even black.

When I, for example, go to en-

joy a magnificent sirloin, it

doesn't mean for an instant that

I devour it, whole, gristle, bone
and all. I'm not sure that in my
summer abroad, I tasted enough
of the gristle.

I am glad to be going home
again, first for a load of clean

clothes, fresh shoe laces, a bowl-

ful of grape-nuts with sliced

bananas.

right of assembly, it wou.d be necessary for free men to have
town meetings as in INcw England, legislatures as in our various
states, and a congress over our great country. They would meet
as equals and each in his own way would contribute to the

greater whole. They would take on new responsibilities with their

new rights.

But freedom of religion, of speech, and of assembly would
not be enough in themselves. They would require a free press

unshackled by bigotry or tyranny. They would need the right

to spread abroad their opinions. Trey would need to interchange

opinions with others. They would bring into being journals*

magazines, and books; expressions of a vigorous, promising dem-
ocratic life. True, they would find those who would attempt to

censure the press under various pretexts but they would not
yield long to such importunities.

Thus the world today sees that freedom is of one cloth. One
part cannot be destroyed without ruining the entire fabrics. Man
is at his best when he is free in mind and body. Freedom of the

press could not exist long if freedom of speech were destroyed.

Nor could either continue if men were denied the right of as-

sembly to protect their rights. And if a tyrant arose who at-

tempted to destroy religion, he would wipe away with it, the

entire structure of liberty.

If we understand this, we begin to appreciate the importance
of the Maccabees in the history of mankind. In saving religious

freedom, they kept for us far more than the opportunity to dif-

fer with our neighbors over theological doctrines, far more than

the observance of distinctive forms and ceremonies, far more
than the choice of the sacred building we should enter. They
saved for us the right to walk with dignity and to follow with
honor that which we deem right in the sight of God.

And after thousands of years, this freedom was returned to

our fathers. No more did they have to go into underground cata-

combs. No longer did they have to pretend to be Marranos. They
were now in the free air of America. They were beginning a

history, that last September commenced its fourth century, as

part of the great American adventure in freedom, an adven-

ture in which we hope more and more of the world will come to

share with us in days ahead.

The Maccabees have done their part. Each year the candles

are kindled anew in their honor and memory. Each winter, they

bring new light into our homes and hearts. Each day of the festi-

The Feast of Lights'

The one thing in common in

the following recipes is that they

are all made with flour. Here is a

variety of taste-tempting sugges-

tions that will help the mistress

of the kitchen.

PFARVEL—FLEISCHIG
Make as much egg barley as re-

quired. Heat two tablespoons of

fat, add one-quarter cup of on-

ions, fry until golden brown, add

the dried egg barley and brown
nicely. Place in a pudding-dish,

add three cups of hot soup stock

or water to more than cover.

Bake in a moderate oven about

one hour or until the water has

nearly all evaporated and the egg

barley stands out like beads and

is soft. The onion may be omitted.

Serve hot in place of a vegetable.

KAESE KRAEPFLI

Make a dough of one egg with

a tablespoon of water; add a

pinch of salt; work this just as

you would noodle dough, quite

stiff. Sift the flour in a bowl,

break in the egg, add the salt

and water, mix slowly by stirring

with the handle of a knife, stir-

ring in the same direction all the

time. When this dough is so stiff

that you cannot work it with the

knife, flour your noodle board

work it with the hollow of your

hands, always toward you, until

the dough is perfectly smooth;

roll out as thin as paper and cut

into squares three inches in di-

ameter. Fill with pot cheese or

schmierkaese which has been

prepared in the following man-

ner: Stir up a piece of butter the

size of an egg, adding one egg,

sugar, cinnamon, grated peel of

a lemon and pinch of salt,

pounded almonds, which improve

it; fill the kraepfli with a tea-

spoon, wet the edges firmly to-

gether; boil in boiling milk;

when done they will swim to the

top. Eat with melted butter or

cream.

BOILED MACARONI
Break the macaroni into small

pieces; boil for half an hour;

drain and blanch in cold water.

Reheat in tomato or cream sauce

and serve. Grated cheese may be

sprinkled over the dish if de-

sired.

SPAGHETTI
Spaghetti is a small and more

delicate form of macaroni. It is

boiled until tender in salted wa-

ter and is combined with cheese

and with sauces the same as mac-

aronia, and is usually left. long.

It makes a good garnish.

CHERRY ROLEY-POLEY
Make a rich baking-powder bis-

cuit dough, and roll it out until

it is about two-thirds of an inch

thick. Pit and stew enough cher-

ries to make a thick layer of fruit

and add sugar to taste. Spread

them over the dough thickly and

roll it up, taking care to keep the

cherries from falling out. Wrap a

cloth around it, and sew it up

loosely with coarse thread, which

is easily pulled out. Allow plenty

of room for the dough to rise. Lay

the roley-poley on a plate, set it

in a steamer and steam for an

hour and a half. Serve in slices,

with cream or sauce .

SHABBAS KUGEL
Soak five wheat rolls in water,

then press the bread quite dry,

add one cup of drippings or one-

half pound of suet chopped very

fine, a pinch of salt, two eggs well

beaten, one teaspoon of cinna-

mon, one grated lemon rind, one-

half cup of sugar, one tablespoon

of water. Stir all together thor-

oughly, grease the kugel pot well

with warm melted fat, pour in

the mixture and send it Friday

afternoon to the bakery where it

will remain till Saturday noon; it

will then be baked brown. If one

has a coal range that will retain

the heat for the length of time

required, it will be baked nicely.

The kugel must be warm, how-

ever, when served.

KUGEL (SCARFE)
If one desires an unsweetened

kugel omit the sugar and cinna-

mon in the recipe above and sea-

son with salt and peper. When re-

quired for any other meal but

Shabbas, a kugel can be baked

brown in two hours.

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Re-Birth of a Nation Inspires

A Renaissance in Contemporary Furniture

A group of weary immigrants

rossed into the friendly State of

Israel, carrying their worldly pos-

sessions, which did not include

hairs, tables, chests or other

household belongings.

In 1933 only one furniture fac-

tory of consequence existed in

Israel, with the bulk of the coun-

try's modest furniture require-

ments being supplied by primitive

shops.

Today Israel has many up-to-

date furniture plants equipped

with modern woodworking ma-

chinery, and employing the most

advanced production methods,

giving regular employment to the

constantly increasing population

and furnishing many of the beau-

tiful, modernly designed public

and private buildings throughout

the nation.

Many designers and craftsmen

who had made important contri-

butions to the cultural develop-

ment of their native countries

were among the influx of immi-

grants to Israel. These pioneer-

artisans, inspired by the progres-

sive spirit evidenced in Israel's

rebirth, industrially and cultur-

ally, were instrumental in inject-

ing a new quality and beauty into

the renaissance of Israel's con-

temporary furniture.

Furniture has always been as-

sociated with the higher realms

of men's cultural and utilitarian

environment.

land not just to Jewish people. Realization of this alone accounts

[for such things as governmental grants-in-aid and loans to

ilsrael from world banks. If the new state were no longer to

carry on the world would be the loser not just Jews alone.

If it is not able to continue as democracy's main advocate in

Ithe Middle East, it will not be Jews alone that will suffer.

There is a fairly general acceptance of this view-point by

non-Jews who give the matter any thought. There are many

l^uch who have volunteered to assist in the marketing of Israel

Bonds because of their agreement with this principle. Many
also have set their Jewish neighbors a fine example by buying

Ibonds. Much of the misunderstanding is on the part of Jews

themselves.

If non-Jews are willing—nay anxious—to demon-
strate their faith in such an investment, we see no cause for

• concern. The presence of non-Jews at a bond meeting is not

due entirely to the fact that they are non-Jews. They presum-
ably are invited because their judgment is considered sound,

and their advice would have weight.

Despite the centuries of our existence as Jews, and the 300

years of our presence on this soil, we Jews are still overly afraid

that what they may do or say will be considered an affront by
non-Jews. It is nothing more or less than a defense mechanism.
It is about time we rid ourselves of this foolish phobia.

Retribution

If Hitler is in his grave, as seems to be generally accepted,

largely because there is no evidence to the contrary, (and every

once in a while there appears on the world scene what might

well be a reincarnation), his bones must have rattled in turning

over at the news emanating from his home town.

Berchtesgaden, notorious as Hitler's summer residence, was

the scene of a pre-Rosh Hashonah retreat for Jewish personnel

in Europe on the occasion of the last New Year celebration. The
National Jewish Welfare Board reports that the Jewish chaplains

of the European Command participated in a pre-Holy Day
session prior to serving in their respective areas on New Year's

Day. Kosher food was served, and the halls resounded to the

blowing of the shofar.

The Straw That Should Break the Camelback Inn

The National Association of Attorneys General held its De-
cember 8th convention at the Greenbrier, White Sulphur Springs,

West Virginia. This, however, is not about what transpired at

the convention as much as it is about what happened prior, for

thereby hangs a tale.

Camelback Inn, in Phoenix, Arizona, was supposed to be the

scene of a panel on juvenile delinquency, sponsored by the Asso-

ciation. The original site was Biloxi, Mississippi, and United

States Attorney General Brownell should have presided, in ac-

cordance with the tradition of the occasion. However, Mr.

Brownell was not invited, by reason of the fact that he had

appeared before the United States Supreme Court with the plea

in the public school segregation matter, and that of course, made
him persona non grata in Mississippi.

When the change was made to Phoenix, New York State At-

torney General Nathan Goldstein was selected to preside over

the discussion. Upon his acceptance he notified the association

that he would not stay at the Camelback Inn, because it discrimi-

nated against Jews.

When that happened, Camelback's managing director, Jack

Stewart, wrote Attorney General Jones, the convention host:

"The embarrassing position this places you in has hastened us to

make a change in our policy at Camelback Inn, which we have

Michael Heilprin*-1860
Encyclopedist

A Worthy Contribution to the Tercentenary Celebration

The Russian-Polish town of

Piotrkow was the birthplace of

several persons who made their

mark after leaving the pale set

by the Czars. Ernestine L. Rose

and Fabius Mieses hailed from

this place. Here in 1823 Michael

Heilprin was born. In 1830 Po-

land attempted to throw off the

Russian yoke. Memories of this ill

fated revolt sank deep in the con-

sciousness of the seven year old

child and conditioned his future

toward all oppressed peoples.

The Heilprins were intellectual

and intelligent. Their scholarly

achievements of three centuries

are listed in the British Museum.
Yet this gifted family had faith

in Central and Eastern Europe.

They even believed idealism to be

inherent in a free Poland. But as

the repressive measures of Russia

became intolerable Michael Heil-

prin, 20 years old and married,

moved to Hungary, then seething

against, oppression by the Aus-

trian Hapsbergs. He opened a

book store and quickly acquired

an amazing proficiency in the

Magyar language. The Hungarian

gentry soon recognized his worth.

Still garbed in his kaftan, the

Polish Jew was received in the

local club of the nobles.

Swept into the revolutionary

vortex, he wrote patriotic articles

and poems that attracted wide at-

tention. He was accepted in the

circle of Louis Kossuth, the Hun-

garian leader. When the National-

ist. Liberals attained temporary

power, Michael Heilprin accepted

the post of secretary of the lit-

erary bureau, an agency attached

to the government. But the revo-

lution soon collapsed. A marked
man, he barely escaped capture

by the Austrians. Concealed for

several months, he managed to es-

cape. He tried France, England,

and even attempted a comeback
in Hungary. Convinced that the

New World offered the best pros-

pects for free living and inner

expression, Heilprin joined the

other Hungarian exiles, including

the Kossuth family, already living

in the U. S. A.

While attempting to earn a

precarious living by teaching, he

met Ripley and Dana, editors of

Appleton's New American Cyclo-

pedia. Impressed by the extent

and accuracy of his erudition,

they engaged Heilprin to revise

all historical, geographical, and

biographical articles in the first

American attempt at compiling a

cyclopedia. He also contributed

many important articles. The ex-

cellence of his work, its unifica-

tion and verification received

commendation as "no other sim-

ilar work of collaboration pub-

lished in the English language

had ever this merit in so high a

degree in which, for example,

there was a spelling of proper

names, a uniform system of

transcribing words ( especially

proper names) from foreign lang-

uages not using the Roman al-

phabet."

Meantime, the contradiction of

slavery in a free democracy was
spiraling the Federal Union to the

brink of disaster. While absorbed

in his arduous labors, Heilprin

was startled on reading a sermon

by Rabbi Morris A. Raphall of

New York, bristling with cita-

tions from the Torah that the

Mosiac Law sanctioned slavery.

Southerners and their sympa-

thizers pounced upon the dis-

course, reprinted in pamphlets,

as proof out of the Holy Writ sus-

taining their cause. In 1860 the

country was in an ugly mood. The
learned sermon angered liberals

and exasperated abolitionists.

Nor were there wanting editorials

casting aspersions on Judiasm.
The New York Tribune, edited

by Horace Greeley, denounced
Raphall and cast strictures upon
Judiasm. This leading anti-slavery

daily published Heilprin's lengthy
reply, a scathing refutation of the
Rabbi's thesis, an exoneration of

Judiasm on theological and his-

torical grounds. The Tribune, by
accepting Heilprin's forcible,

scholarly arguments in lieu of

Raphall's exposition, exerted con-

siderable influence on American
public opinion. Judiasm escaped
further sniping from anti-slavery

elements.

Rabbis and informed laymen
also denounced Raphall's sermon,

but they could not reach a wide
public for their vehement anti-

slavery views. Besides, Heilprin's

reputation as a scholar of wide
attainments grew daily. With a

memory almost as phenomenal
as Macauley's, he could read

eighteen languages and speak

eight. After completing his task

on Appleton's Cyclopedia, he

joined the Nation at its inception

and remained with that important

publication for the last 20 years

of his life.

The extent, depth, and variety of

Heilprin's encyclopedic knowl-

edge are best reflected in his

continuous output of criticisms,

editorials, reviews, and articles

in the Nation. They ranged from
modern criticisms of the Old

Testament to daily events in Eu-

ropean revolutions, from theol-

ogy to politics, from the time and
place of 600 battles, large and

small, of the American Civil War
to a comprehensive view of uni-

versal history, from archeology

to Hebrew poetry. His reviews of

the Encyclopedia Britannica as

volume after volume appeared

showed a catholicity of knowl

edge hardly equaled by any

American scholar of the post

Civil War period.

Out of Michael Heilprin's mul

titudinous writings, it is some

what disappointing to find but a

single book published in two vol

umes. The Historical Poetry of

the Ancient Hebrews, which em
bodies his lifelong studies in

Biblical literature, is a critical

analysis of poetic passages in the

Old Testament along the modern

views of the 19th century re

search. He did not live to com
plete the third volume. But his

monumental labors are largely

anonymous, buried in periodical

and encyclopedic editing. A
search in the files of the Nation

would reveal a 20 year literary

output of critical writings unsur-

passed in the English language

for content, variety, exact schol

arship, and broad yet sound esti

mates. The editors of the Nation

in their obituary tribute, de

clared

:

"How great is the loss sus

tained by American scholarship

through the death of Mr. Michael

Heilprin, the general public

owing to the man's invincible

modesty, cannot know. To this

journal and its readers it may
fairly be pronounced irreparable

so largely has he contributed dur

ing the past twenty years to what

ever reputation the Nation may
have acquired for literary ac

curacy or breadth of informa

tion."

Michael Heilprin neither ob

Ev-

ery prayer we say, every rosary

we hold up to Mary, every Mass

we offer to God, will be the

precious wine that will gladden

the hearts of those Jews whom
the Heavenly Father has invited

to the wedding feast of His Son."

Donovan:

Make a dough of a quart of

flour and a pint of milk, or wa-

ter, a tablespoon of shortening,

a pinch of salt, one egg and a

spoon of sugar; add a piece of

compressed yeast, which has pre-

viously been dissolved in water.

Let the dough raise for three

hours. In the meantime make a

compote of peaches by stewing

them with sugar and spices, such

as cinnamon and cloves. Stew

enough to answer for both sauce

and filling. When raised, flour

the baking-board and roll out the

dough half an inch thick. Cut

cakes out of it with a tumbler,

brush the edges with white of

egg, put a teaspoon of peach com-

pote in the center of a cake and

cover it with another layer of

cake and press the edges firmly

together. Steam over boiling wa-

ter and serve with peach sauce.

A delicious dessert may also be

made by letting the dough rise

another half hour after being

rolled out, and before cutting.

Compote of huckleberries may
be used with these dumplings in-

stead of peaches, if so desired.

SEVEN LAYER SCHALET

Take two cups of flour, one

egg, three tablespoons of fat, one

cup of water, a little sugar, pinch

of salt, and knead lightly. Put

dough aside in a cold place while

you prepare a mixture of one cup

of sugar, one and one-half tea-

spoons of cinnamon and three ta-

blespoons of bread crumbs. Cut

dough in seven pieces and roll out

each piece separately. Place one

layer on a greased baking-tin and

spread the layer with melted fat

and sprinkle with sugar and cin-

namon; place upon this the sec-

ond layer, sprinkle on this two

ounces of sweet and bitter al-

monds which have been grated

and mixed with sugar; over this

place the third layer and spread

with oil, sprinkle with cinnamon

and sugar and one-half pound of

cleaned, seedless raisins. Place

the fourth layer on and spread

with jelly and one-half pound of

citron cut up very small. Cover
over with another layer, spread

fat and sprinkle with cinnamon
and sugar and grated lemon peel

and juice of lemon. Place the

sixth layer and spread and sprin-

kle with sugar and cinnamon. Put
on the last layer and spread with

fat and sprinkle with sugar and
cinnamon. Cut in four-cornered

pieces and bake thoroughly and
until a nice brown.

This schalet may be made and
left whole, a frosting put on top

and when well baked will keep
for a month or more.

NOODLE SCHALET

Make the quantity of noodles

desired, then boil. When done,

drain through colander, pouring

cold water over the noodles.

When all the water has drained

off, beat up three eggs in a large

bowl, mix the noodles with the

beaten eggs. Grease an iron pud-

ding dish with plenty of goose

grease or drippings, put in a

layer of noodles, then sprinkle

one-fourth cup of sugar, some
pounded almonds, the grated

peel of one lemon and a few

raisins; sprinkle some melted fat

over this, then add another layer

of noodles, some more sugar and

proceed as with the other layer

until all the noodles are used.

Bake two hours. Broad or fine

noodles are equally good for this

schalet. If desired, one tart apple

chopped very fine may be added

with the almonds.

RAHM STRUDEL

Prepare the dough as for Ap-

ple Strudel as directed in a

previous recipe, drip one quart

of thick sour milk on it lightly,

with a large spoon, put one cup

of grated bread crumbs over the

milk, add two cups of granulated

sugar, one cup of chopped al-

monds, one cup of raisins, and

one teaspoon of cinnamon, roll

and place in well-buttered pan,

put small pieces of butter over

the top, basting frequently. Serve

warm with vanilla sauce. One-

half this quantity may be used

for a small strudel.

been thinking of for a considerable length of time. We have
long thought it was not right to have any discrimination, and
we are certainly against discrimination in the United States."

"Henceforth, from this date will we refrain from using the

objectionable 'restricted clientele' terminology in our advertising

and in our correspondence."

But several weeks later, in response to an inquiry from Arnold
Forster, chief counsel of the Anti-Defamation League, Mr. Stew-
art acknowledged that his hotel's policy "will remain the same."

He added:

"It is true that Camslback has been patronized by a Gentile

clientele, but very occasionally, we have had a few Jewish guests

whom we have carefully selected. We intend to follow this

policy in the future, and thus, will not be doing anything differ-

ently than we have done in the past."

In all fairness it must be pointed out that most of those who
attended, including the non-Jews, also refused to stay at Camel-
back Inn. Of course, this incident will NOT break Camelback
Inn, despite our facetious headline. We just couldn't resist the

play on words. The entire incident is only worthy of mention
because we have just passed through the period of "Peace on
Earth, Goodwill To Men", and are again nearing another Bro-

therhood Week. It is just another illustration of the fact that

in spite of the noble efforts of the Anti-Defamation League, the

National Conference of Christians and Jews, and other similar

agencies, unreasonable discrimination is still in evidence. Perhaps

the action of Mr. Goldstein and his associates will bring us an-

other step nearer the elusive millenium.

ticipated in purely Jewish affairs.

His contacts and friendships were
largely in scholarly Gentile cir-

cles. Satisfied with the Austro-

Hungary compromise for Mag-

yar aspirations and happy over

the abolition of slavery, he looked

forward to the peaceful pursuit

of study and writing. His calm

was broken when the Russian

pogroms broke out. Shiploads of

refugees came streaming into

New York harbor. Could a fight-

er for human rights ignore the

plight, of his own flesh and blood?

The historian in Heilprin

grasped the significance of the

Czar's persecutions. Proudly

conscious of Jewish achievements

and contributions to universal

history, he resented the wrongs

and humiliations heaped upon his

people. Pained at their degrada-

tion, he nevertheless knew the

vast potentialities beneath the

uncouth exterior of the new ar-

rivals. He also sensed the com-

plications that would follow any

influx of hordes ill-fitted and un-

prepared for a quick adjustment

in a strange environment. Throw-

ing his fast ebbing energy into

the task, he rendered a service to

the Jewish cause.

Going beyond .mere philan-

thropy he preached agriculture

as a substitute for the petty

traffic that brings dishonor and

hatred upon a people. He labored

to establish Jewish farm settle-

ments in New Jersey, Dakota,

Oregon, and Kansas. Virtually on

his death bed, he wrote a mem-
orandum at the request of

S. Strauss, then Ambassador to

Turkey. This plea influenced

Baron de Hirsch to invest $4,000,-

Concluded From Page 43

the Jewish religion as I conceive

it and intend to stand by it to the

end of my days.

"So, dear Father Donovan, I

just can't see being married to

another religion so late in my life;

especially to give up the religion

by which I have tried to do as

well as it has done by me.

"I thank you, though, for in-

viting me. I am not meaning to

scorn any other religion. I know
the Catholic religion as one which
like my own, directs its people in

the right way to go. I can not go

along with all its theology but,

to my mind, its main essential is

the decent way of life on which
it directs its people, and that also

is of my way as a Jew and of all

Jews.

"And thanks for your advising

your people to scorn the tongues
of bigots and to love Jews as

neighbors. This is excellent coun-

sel even if we never do come to

the wedding.

"Your pamphlet gives the

name of some Jews who took up
Catholicism and became priests.

I have no quarrel with these for

going to the wedding. If in all

sincerity they took up a religion

other than the one to which they
were born, that is within the right

of free opinion; though I could,

in all friendliness, point out to

them that in Judaism they could

have found, if they had sought,

complete spiritual and intellect-

ual satisfaction."

The Growth Of An American Institution

In the year 1934, some 300 communities in the United
States shook off the doldrums of the then current depression

long enough to observe something called Brotherhood Day.
The observance caused only a ripple of response in the parti-

cipating communities and it received virtually no national re-

cognition. But to a group of men and women banded together

in an organization known as the National Conference of Chris-

tians and Jews, that day in April 1934 was exciting and in-

spirational. And in Denver, Colorado, a Catholic priest, Mon-
signor Hugh McMenamin was seeing the fulfillment of an

idea he had almost casually proposed to the National Conference,

two years previously.

Those who worked to promote that first Brotherhood Day
saw it become a full week's observance in 1940, and four years

later, more than 2,000 communities, among which, for the

first time every state was included, celebrated Brotherhood
Week. Today, the annual observance has taken on all the

character of an American institution with more than 10,000

communities participating. Since 1940, the Brotherhood Week
dates have always been the full week that includes Washing-
ton's Birthday; this year, February 20-27. The theme is "One
Nation Under God."
The National Conference of Christians and Jews with a pro-

fessional staff of experts in the field of human relations is a non-
profit organization, entirely supported by voluntary contri-

butions. As an organization, it keeps well in the background
performing its task of fighting prejudice and bigotry through
a vast network of community organizations, religious groups,

educational institutions, labor-management groups, and all

forms of mass media of communities. In each of these cate-

gories of American life, the National Conference enlists the

active voluntary support of lay leaders in both its program
and consultation services. And therein lies its strength and
effectiveness as its policies and the direct applications of its

work are in the hands of its lay leaders.

Founding of the National Conference grew out of the presi-

dential campaign of 1928, which was marred by a violent brand
of bigotry directed against Al Smith and the Roman Catholic

Church. Taking a leading role as founders were Chief Justice

Charles Evans Hughes, former Secretary of War, Newton D.
Baker and S. Parkes Cadman, past President of the Federal

Council of Churches of Christ in America. They were joined by
Roger W. Straus, elected first Jewish National co-chairman,

a post he has held without interruption for 25 years, and Dr.

Everett R. Clinchy, president of the organization since its

founding. In addition to Mr. Straus, the other current co-chair-

man is Mr. Benson Ford. President Dwight D. Eisenhower is

the honorary national Chairman for Brotherhood Week and
Ben Duffy, president of Batten, Barton, Durstine and Osborne,

Inc., is general chairman.

The founders adopted a program that has guided the organiza-

tion throughout its history and is a part of its by-laws: "To pro-

mote justice, amity, understanding and cooperation among Prot-

estants, Catholics and Jews, and to analyze, moderate and finally

eliminate intergroup prejudices which disfigure and distort re-

ligious, business, social and political relations, with a view to

the establishment of a social order in which the religious ideals

of brotherhood and justice shall become the standards of human
relationships."

While the National Conference does much of its work through
religious groups, it is not itself a religious organization; rather,

it is a group of religiously motivated men and women whose pur-

pose it is to eradicate prejudices and bigotry through education-

al programs of good will. Brotherhood Week is, of course, an
important facet of their educational program, yet it is only a

small part of the year around work.

Last year, according to Dr. Clinchy, the National Conference
arranged 75,000 programs for 12,000 schools and colleges; 8,500

churches and synagogues; 2,000 women's clubs, 1,650 service

clubs; 1,500 youth groups, and 525 national community or-

ganizations. Its radio and television programs and spot an-

nouncements resulted in millions of home impressions. In addi-

tion, it held 9,300 institutes, workshops and group leader con-

ferences, and distributed 2,800,000 pieces of literature.

It maintains 62 regional offices spotted throughout the

United States.

The National Conference does not seek a merger of religious

bodies, nor does it seek to weaken the loyalties or modify the

distinctive beliefs of any creed. It does seek to demonstrate

that all creeds can work together to achieve the goals of brother-

hood, and that all men and women of whatever religious, race

or national origin can work together and live together in mutual
respect for the very differences that make them individuals,

with each giving to the other the rights and dignities that one
claims for himself.

At present, the National Conference is engaged in a nation-

wide inventory of our moral and spiritual resources for brother-

hood.

An Unfinished Job
BY BERNARD M. BARUCH

The forces of organized bigotry are being routed in America.

Steadily and surely, in education, employment, housing and in

human relations, discrimination is waning. Much remains to be

done, to be sure, and Brotherhood Week is a reminder to us that

the task is still incomplete.

To discriminate against a man because of race, color, creed or

national origin is antithetical to democracy and dangerous to

America. In this time of democracy's testing, we must proclaim

our faith in it and live closely by its principles. In these days of

danger to America we can permit nothing to undermine the unity

which is so essential to our safety. Nothing is so destructive of

unity than the hate, discord, suspicion and bitterness which preju-

dice breeds.

There can be no second class citizens in America. As we expect

each man, black and white, Jew and Christian, native and foreign

born to bear the responsibilities of citizenship, so we demand that

each share in its rights and privileges and we seek that all shall

live in mutual respect, understanding and friendship.

The time will come, and soon I hope, when Brotherhood Week
will be a reminder, not of the presence of discrimination in our

midst, but of its eradication. Until that time, we must, each of us.

work to break down its barriers, fight bigotry wherever we find

it and cleanse our own hearts of blind animosity against our

fellows.

Fading Barriers

BY RALPH J. BUNCHE

The concept of "brotherhood" among men is another way of

saying "good human relations"—about which there is often more
talk than application. The nub of the matter with regard to good

human relations is, of course, our ability as individuals to live up

to the high principles most of us readily embrace and to which we
pay easy lip-service.

This being so, it is especially important to document by living

example the faith we must have in people and the conviction that

mere differences among people need present no insurmountable

barriers to friendly relationship, once they are brought together

under circumstances which really permit them to know each other

and to embrace common human purposes and values in place of

narrow racial, religious or national ends and attitudes.

I may cite, for instance, the very encouraging demonstration

afforded by the Secretariat—the working staff—of the United

Nations of the ability of perhaps the most diversified assemblage

of people to be found under one roof anywhere in the world to

understand each other well and to work together amicably. Alto-

gether, there are some 4,000 members of the United Nations

staff. They represent a majority of the nationalities in the world.

They are of all races, colors, religions, languages, cultures and

ideoligies. Their habits of dress, eating, worship, marriage and

work are variable. Many come from highly developed and indus-

trialized societies and many others from underdeveloped, agricul-

tural countries. Some are from the colonies. There are Africans,

Indo-Chinese, and West Indians working side by side with their

British, French, Russian, Greek, Scandinavian and Latin-American

colleagues. There are Arabs and Jews, Hindus and Moslems, Budd-
hists. Roman Catholics, Anglicans, Greek Orthodox, and shades

of Protestants from primitive Baptists like myself to prim Pres-

byterians. They come from capitalist and communist countries

and from all shades in between; from thoroughly democratic so-

cieties and from some which have never held any kind of an
election; from republics, monarchies and every brand of dictator-

ship. They represent the whole gamut of competence, skills and
professions and are engaged in work from the menial level to

the exalted executive.

In short, just about all the barriers known to human relation-

ships are to be found in the Secretariat housed in that towering
slab of glass, marble and metal at 42nd and First Avenue in New
York City. But we find that these barriers are remarkably fragile.

All of these people, so widely diversified in origin and background,
work and play together in impressive harmony. Genuine friend-

ships cut across all lines; social and athletic clubs are formed on
the sole basis of common interests; there is an easy informality

and camaraderie in relationships; and there is, of course, no little

courting and marriage. It is a congenial human company, enriched
by its very diversity.

I doubt that there has ever been a finer or more encouraging
demonstration of the ability of people to hurdle the superficial

barriers which divide them, and get on together as human beings

should—and must, I suspect, if very many of us are to survive on

this earth in this era of the split atom. In truth, in the United
Nations Secretariat, there is little of deliberate hurdling of such

barriers—the relations among the members of the staff are so

natural and free that there is very little consciousness of the

existence of barriers.

After all, there is nothing so important in this world as people

giving expression to the good that is in all of us by amity toward
each other, by respecting each other and by acting generally like

civilized beings.

The Conservative Ketubah

Since the early days of the

Conservative movement there

had been a mild understanding

between the followers of Solo-

mon Schechter and the advocates

of Traditional or Orthodox Ju-

daism. The former was to de-

velop the field of Agada (spirit-

ual and homiletical interpreta-

tion of the Bible ) , while the lat-

ter was to be the interpreter of

the Halakah (rules of practice,

legal decisions, usages, customs,

ordinances and decrees). As fur-

ther evidence of this 'practice',

the graduates of the Jewish The-

ological Seminary received an

ordination which designated

them as 'Rabbi, Preacher and

Teacher in Israel'; while the

Orthodox rabbi in addition there-

to received a 'Heter Horoah'.

permission to pass and preside

over matters that, pertain to Hal-

akah. This meant that the Ortho-

dox rabbi who spent years in

studies that emphasized this field

had to pass rigid examinations

in order to qualify. The graduates

of the Seminary were spared this

emphasis, they concentrated on

other fields of Jewish science.

Thus, the only Conservative rab-

bis who had Smicha, the right

to practice in the field of Hala-

kah, were those who were or-

dained in an Orthodox seminary

and had gone over to the Con-

servative Movement or those who
remained in the Jewish Theolog-

ical Seminary after ordination

for special courses in the realm

of Halakah. It can readily be

seen that over eighty percent of

all Conservative rabbis were not

qualified to pass on matters that

pertained to Halakah. And so,

when the Conservative movement
ever participated in Halakic prob-

lems or disputations it was only

as a small minority; which leads

us up to the Ketubah.

The Ketubah is a marriage doc-

ument which contains the obli-

gation of the husband to pay or

have paid a certain sum to his

wife in the event of her divorce

or his death. The teachers of the

Talmud always strived to see

that the wife received her rights

as provided for in the Ketubah.

They also labored hard to pre-

vent divorce through the Ketu-

bah by making it costly to the

husband in the event that he

wished to cast, her away. In the

11th century Rabbi Gershom de-

creed that a woman couldn't be

divorced without her consent,

thereby strengthening the Jew-

ish home.

This, very briefly, had been

the picture of the Ketubah until

a very few months ago. The Con-

servative rabbinate, as all rabbis,

sensed that there were numerous

abuses made by one or the other

parties in the event of divorce.

Too often one party would say,

"I remarried without a religious

divorce, you can do the same."

Or. "You caused me years of

suffering, now pay me for a di-

vorce or suffer." In order to

combat this great evil in Israel,

the Conservative movement step-

ped out of its old realm of Agada
and invaded the world of Hala-

kah.

First, they set up a new re-

ligious court in Israel, "The Bet.

Din of the Rabbinical Assembly".

Next, they created a new archive

for all marriages contracted

through the Conservative Rabbi-

nate. And finally, they put new
conditions into the Ketubah, the

traditional marriage contract.

These are the matters that I

would like to discuss from a tra-

ditional Halakic point of view.

The Conservative Ketubah

states "... and hereby agree to

recognize the Beth Din of the

Rabbinical Assembly and the

Jewish Theological Seminary in

matters of marriage and Ketu-

bah". There is no national Beth

Din that anyone must pledge

loyalty to in America. As long

as a particular Beth Din meets

the requirements to handle prob-

lems of marriage and divorce

then it is proper to use this local

Beth Din. It must be clearly un-

derstood that all who contract

marriage do so under the condi-

tions that our Rabbis have set

up. This does not mean any rabbi,

but those Rabbis who lived and

died in order to preserve Jewish

traditions and Jewish unity. This

new and august body releases

the responsibility of those Jews,

who come under the shadow of

their wings, from historic Juda-

ism and binds them to one Beth

Din and one authority. This cer-

tainly wreaks havoc with a uni-

fied Jewry and the 'Catholic Is-

rael' which Schechter advocated.

This also creates a papacy which

they have violently to oppose

in Orthodoxy.

Rabbi Ben Zion Bokser in an

excellent article on the Ketubah

in the December issue of the

magazine "Jewish Frontier"

pointed out that there are nu-

merous instances recorded in

which amendments have been

added to the Ketubah, therefore,

why the hue and cry concerning

the amendment as proposed by

the Beth Din. of which he is a

member? The answer is quite

simple. All changes found in Ke-

tuboth dealt with local customs

in a particular community which

had long adopted these addition

with the full consent of the en-

tire community. Here they have

set up a national body to create

customs for the individual com
munities without the consent of

those communities. This is not.

done in Israel.

Next, the Conservative Rabbis

point out that the new amend-

ments were conceived and pro-

posed by a member of their fac-

ulty, Rabbi Saul Lieberman, "who

is one of the greatest scholars

in the world".

There is a dicta in the Tractate

Beracloth 9a "where an individ-

ual and the majority differ from

each other, the opinion of the

majority is Halakah (the accept-

ed law)". With this as back-

ground, let us see who are the

Rabbis who are opposing the

amendments as the Conservative

have proposed them; Chief Rab-

bi Isaac Herzog, of Israel; Chief

Rabbi Israel Brodie, of Great

Britain; Chief Rabbi Mordecai

Uhlman, of Belgium; Chief Rab-

bi Jakobovit, of Dublin, Ireland;

Chief Rabbi Jacob Kaplan, of

France; Chief Rabbi Javob Tal,

of the Netherlands and Rabbi

Chaim Kreisworth, head of the

Beth Din at Antwerp. As for the

general Rabbinate who are quali-

fied to participate in Halakah,

the Rabbinical Council of Amer-

ica with over 500 members; The
Union of Orthodox Rabbis of the

United States and Canada; and

the Rabbinical Alliance, the lat-

ter two with close to 500 to-

gether, all oppose the amend-

ments to the Ketubah. Who are

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The Most Recent Development

In Jewish Law

Dr. Louis Finkelstein, presi-

dent of the Jewish Theological

Seminary, recently called a press

conference at which he an-

nounced a step taken by the Con-

servative Movement which is of

great significance to all of Amer-

ican Jewry. This step was an in-

sertion of an additional para-

graph in the Ketubah (the tra-

ditional marriage contract ) which

would enable Jewish couples to

adhere to the Jewish laws of

marriage and divorce. This an-

nouncement was met by a storm

of protest on the part of Ortho-

dox rabbis who refuse to ac-

knowledge Conservative rabbis

as sufficiently qualified to con-

stitute the rabbinical tribunal

(Bet Din) which would super-

vise the implementation of this

new clause. However, the leaders

of the Conservative Movement

refuse to acknowledge Jewish

law as static and incapable of

change, and insist that Jewish

religious life in America demands

a law that reckons with the needs

of our day.

Indeed, this particular step can

be understood only in light of

the overall philosophy of the

Conservative Movement. It be-

lieves that Jewish law is binding

and is necessary for a religious

way of life. At the same time, it

recognizes that Jewish law al-

ways adjusted to and has been

interpreted in keeping with the

thinking and the needs of each

era. Historical research proves

the evolving nature of Jewish law

and shows that it has unfortu-

nately been frozen in modern

times. If Jews are to live by Jew-

ish law, then they must again

employ the techniques available

for legal changes and interpreta-

tions. This does not mean ne-

gating the law, any more than

the Supreme Court of the United

States can negate the Constitu-

tion. Just as the highest tribunal

of this land interprets the Con-

stitution and thus makes it rele-

vant, to the needs of each genera-

tion, so Jewish religious author-

ities must interpret the halacha

(Jewish law) to give it meaning

and significance for the Jews of

our day.

It is this philosophy which has

led the Conservative Movement
to deal with crucial matters in

halacha. The latest development

was in the realm of Jewish di-

vorce laws. Jewish law demands

that the dissolution of a mar-

riage be accompanied by a re-

ligious divorce. Its position is

that just as a man and a woman
are united before God in religi-

ous rites, so that union can be

dissolved only before God in re-

ligious rites. The Reform Move-

ment does not accept this tra-

ditional position; the Orthodox

nnd the Conservative insist upon

it.

The difficulty that has arisen

in modern times does not center

above the need for a religious di-

vorce; it centers about the pro-

ceedings to obtain it. According

to Jewish law, it is the man who
must give the bill of divorce to

his wife (with her consent and

before a bet din, a Jewish court)

.

A woman cannot instiute divorce

proceedings against her husband

but can bring her case before a

bet din. If it feels that she is

justified in demanding a divorce,

it can order her husband to give

her a get (bill of divorce).

In the past, Jewish courts had

enough power to force a man

to obey its orders. In our modern
America, no Jewish court has

such power nor is there an or-

ganized Jewish Community which

could exert social pressure.

Therefore, an unscrupulous man
could abuse this law by demand-

ing that his wife pay him a large

sum before granting him a re-

ligious divorce. There have been

many cases of such extortion

which have caused great hard-

ships. It has been felt, for some

time, that this problem must be

coped with, but no one could

agree on procedure.

Finally, feeling that inactivity

could only lead to a breakdown of

Jewish law and to a chillul hash-

em (desecration of God's name).

the Jewish Theological Seminary

and the Rabbinical Assembly of

America, representing Conserva-

tive rabbis, proceeded to devise

a method of coping with the prob-

lem. That method was the para-

graph now being discussed. It

was formulated by Professor Saul

Lieberman of the Jewish Theo-

logical Seminary (and formerly

of the Hebrew University), one

of the most renowned scholars of

our day and probably the great-

est living authority in the field

of Talmud and Talmudic litera-

ture. This formulation is an

agreement signed by the bride

and bridegroom, that if any dis-

pute should arise between them

which threatens the continuance

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of their marriage, they will sub-

mit to a bet din set up by the

Seminary and the Rabbinical As-

sembly. This court will, with the

aid of experienced marriage
counsellors, endeavor to effect a

reconciliation. If this effort

should fail, then the parties agree
to carry out all decisions of the

bet, din, among which may be an
order to grant or receive a get.

The couple agree that any failure

on their part to carry out the

decree of the court will subject

them to such penalties as it may
impose.

Thus, an instrument has been
created to enforce marriage
counselling, to prevent speedy
divorces and to insist on religious

divorce procedures.

The leaders of the Conserva-

tive Movement, on the basis of

expert legal advice, contend that

this marriage contract is valid in

the courts of the land as a pri-

vate contract and therefore en-

forcable.

At first, it was hoped that the

National Bet Din would represent

not only Conservative Jews, but

all the religious groupings of

American Jewry. Negotiations

were undertaken with the Ortho-

dox and the Reform but both

these wings refused to cooperate.

The Reform group does not re-

quire a religious divorce and
hence was not interested. The
Orthodox would have nothing to

do with the Conservative Move-

ment. Since unified action was

absolutely impossible, and since
the need of our day is so great
that further action dare not, be
delayed, the Conservative Move-
ment has proceeded alone.

There has been much criticism

of this new Ketubah from the

right and from the left. The
"rightists" prefer to sit with

folded hands and do nothing rath-

er than accept Professor Lieber-

man's amendment. The "leftists"

within the Conservative Move-

ment (the Reconstructionists

)

criticize the reliance on the civil

courts for ultimate enforcement

of the National Bet Din's deci-

sion and the refusal to grant a

Jewess the right to initiate the

divorce proceedings herself.

it is necessary to proceed warily.

Law is not revolutionary; it must
not be a break with all of the

past; progress is the only way
that continuation of the chain of

tradition is possible, a combina-
tion of the past and the present

without doing violence to either.

As Rabbi Harry Halpern, presi-

dent of the Rabbinical Assembly,

has put it: "Not all problems
arising out of marriage and in-

volving Jewish law will be solv-

ed by the new Ketubah but it

represents a step forward in the

struggle to prevent the law from
imposing hardships on those who
live by it."

In conclusion it seems to me
that the real significance of this

amendment is that competent

rabbinic authorities are finally

waking up to the fact that Jewish

law must continue to evolve and

to be made liveable, and at the

same time must not lose its char-

acter. It is for this reason that

this step appears to me to be of

great value not only to the Con-

servative Movement but to all

who wish to see the Jews of this

land living Jewishly and con-

tinually endeavoring to fulfill the

word of God.

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PLAIN TALK
By Alfred Segal

300 YEARS LATER

Rabbi Samuel M. Silver was

looking 300 years ahead into Jew-

ish life of America, and that's

quite an order, as they say. Who
of humans can see as far as to-

morrow or even the next hour?

Just off-hand I've been think-

ing of some big changes in Jew-

ish life even in my own life-time

which is brief enough, consider-

ing a Jew's prayer for 120 years

of living; changes, that is, in in-

stitutions that everybody con-

cerned could feel sure would

last forever and ever.

I think of the Jewish commun-
ity of our town, settled almost

elbow to elbow in one suburban

area, with a dozen synagogues,

a Jewish hospital, a Jewish can-

cer clinic, Jewish Center, and

elegant homes. Twenty-five years

ago it looked as solid as Mt. Si-

nai, and as lasting, in its physical

being. Now it's breaking up; its

inhabitants are scattering into

other suburbs. I wrote all about

that recently.

I think of the Reform Hebrew
Union College where some 75

years ago the late prophet of Re-

form, Rabbi Isaac M. Wise start-

ed out to educate American

young men for the rabbinate;

they were to be brought up to

a strictly American outlook. No
Zionism, no yearning for the re-

establishment, of a Jewish state.

It was believed that Reform rab-

bis would forever go in the way
Dr. Wise set for them; but look

at them now: The most of them
are spiritually deep in the ideal-

ism of the new land of Israel.

Who knows?

Rabbi Silver is much more
courageously prophet-like than I

can be. He is editor of "American
Judaism," a bright magazine pub-

lished by the Union of American
Hebrew Congregations; New
York. In the December issue un-

der the heading, "The Next 300
Years: Some Educated Guesses,"

he writes:

"With so much study being de-

voted to the past during the Ter-

centenary period, I began to won-
der what the future would hold.

To aid in this speculation, I form-

ulated 20 questions and sent

them to 400 individuals, mostly

Reform rabbis, but also to some
laymen, Conservative rabbis, edu-

cators and the leaders of national

Jewish organizations. I make no
scientific pretensions for this poll

... My purpose was merely to

stimulate thinking on a number
of topics which deserve atten-

tion."

There was a question about,

a possible union of Reform and

Conservative Judaism, and when
the Reform Hebrew Union Col-

lege would merge with the Con-

servative Jewish Theological

Seminary. The guessing on that

date ranged from the year 1960

to 2045.

Another question: "In what
year do you think a Jew will be

elected President of the United

States." Five guesses put the date

during this century; 44 put it

into the next century; 33 gave

no answer. A comment: "When
an Arab becomes president of Is-

rael". Another comment: "It de-

pends on the man."

And this one: "Do you think

intermarriage will wax or wane
among American Jews?" Seven-

ty-five of those polled said it

would wax and 10 that it would
wane. Some comments: "The
more freedom, the more inter-

marriage" . . . "Intermarriage

will increase, but so will conver-

sion of non-Jewish mates to Ju-

daism."

And Jewish country clubs: "Do
you think that in 100 years Jew-
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ish country clubs will increase,

remain as numerous as they are,

or disappear?" The answers: In-

crease 16; decrease 9; status quo,

9; disappear, 18. Some com-
ments: "Don't care" . . "There
will always be golden ghettos."

. . . "Depends on business condi-

tions."

Then there was that question

on anti-Semitism : "Do you think

the time will come when anti-

Semitism will cease to be a con-

cern of American Jewry? Seven-

teen thought yes, there would
come such a time and 79 No.

And Rabbi Silver further ask-

ed: "If Yes, in what year do you
think the Anti-Defamation Lea-

gue will cease operations?"

Guesses ranged from 1970 to

2200. Some comments: "Anti-

Semitism will remain but we will

become increasingly less jittery"

. . . "Jews should be more con-

cerned with enhancing their pres-

tige through the upbuilding of

religious institutions" . . . "Even

if anti-Semitism ceases, protec-

tive agencies wouldn't go out of

business."

Had I been one of those polled

I would have replied: As far as

my poor prophetic sight can see

—and that's not even as far as

tomorrow—I can't believe that

anti-Semitism will cease even in

the next 300 years.

I am thinking of anti-Semi-

tism's long, long life through

2000 years or more; I recall the

place known as Shushan where
anti-Semitism prevailed even

long before the Christian era.

The Book of Esther tells about

that: "Haman said unto king

Ahasuerus, There is a certain

people scattered abroad and dis-

perses in all the provinces of thy

kingdom; and their laws are di-

verse from all people; neither

keep they the king's laws. There-

fore it is not, for the King's profit

to suffer them . . . Let it be

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Sergeant Ganiels Learns the

True Meaning of Freedom

Twelve years ago Hyman Gan-

iels became a member of the

United States Army . . . only a

few years after the Nazis had kill-

ed 17 members of his family in

Poland.

Last year he won an award

from the Freedom Foundation

at Valley Forge for his essay on

"What America Means To Me."

And SFC Ganiels had only

known freedom for 12 years. He
came to the United States in 1936

after marrying an American girl

in his native country.

But only a year after they ar-

rived in the U. S., Mrs. Ganiels

suddenly became ill and passed

away. He was alone again.

But the sergeant, who was sta-

tioned at Fort Bragg before serv-

ing 26 months in Korea, has

made his adopted country his

home and its people his friends.

While at Fort Bragg, he was

active in USO club work here, co-

operating with Jim Chyne, and

Irving Cheroff. And he's back in

Fayetteville this week on a visit.

Now stationed at Fort Bliss,

Texas, SFC Ganiels says he would
like to return to Bragg where
he could again be with old

friends.

Appreciating his freedom, the

sergeant has made use of it. He's

a baker in the Army . . . and
confides that his favorite pastry

is good old American chocolate

cake. His boys agree that it's

good. He's received a commenda-
tion ribbon with Oak Leaf Clus-

ter for his skill in operation of

the bakery under difficult con-

ditions while in Korea.

Ganiels, who says he plans to

make the Army his career, ex-

pressed the meaning of America

to him, this way:

"I was born and raised in a

European country ... a country

where I never had any freedom.

I had to have a passport in my
jacket at all times. I served in

the Army over there, three years

and three months. I was paid two

dollars and forty cents a month,

and only one hot meal a day.

"I never ate an orange or a

grape before I came to America.

Here I did not need a passport

in my pocket. I was in forty-three

states already and nobody asked

me for a passport when I walk

the street. I feel the freedom

from every brick in the building

and from every stone in the

ground.

"My greatest thrill in my life

was when I walked out of the

Federal Building with my citi-

zenship papers in my hand. I felt

like kissing everybody in the

streets.

"I'm now in the American
Army. The best paid, the best

fed, the best clothed Army in the

entire world. It is so beautiful,

so peaceful, every time I see the

flag go down and the band plays

the Star Spangled Banner, I al-

ways have tears in my eyes and
chills going through my body. I

feel so important. I feel that I

am a link in the chain that mak^es

America so great , ,

."
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odds against breaking thru the

British blockade were great but

not insuperable. The profits out

of a ship that came in were at-

tractive enough to undertake the

risk. But the West Indies lay

close enough to cut down the

hazards of crossing the ocean.

A neutral port such as St.. Sus-

tacia or St. Thomas would be

ideal in the exchange of Ameri-

can products for the finished ar-

ticles of Europe.

The three formed a partner-

ship. Isaac Moses and Company
handled the business on the

American end. Samuel and Moses
Myers operated out of Amster-
dam. For a time this combine
came near becoming the largest

business concern in all the 13

states; especially after the opera-

tions of David Franks began to

dwindle as his Tory sympathies

became more and more offen-

sive to the patriots. The extent, of

their commerce can be gauged
from their debts. At the close

of the war, the Moses-Myers syn-

dicate owed to American and
European creditors something
near 160,000 pounds, equivalent

in our day to about $5,000,000.

DEFLATION
Of course they had enough as-

sets. But peace brought on de-

flation, and goods were dumped
on the market at ruinous prices.

The young republic found her
former allies stiff competitors in

business. Britain, smarting from
defeat, missed no opportunity to

strangle the commerce of the

13 states loosely bound by the

tenuous Articles of Confedera-
tion. Paper money softened up,

yet farmers found taxes even
more burdensome than under the

royal governors. The States erect-

ed against each other tariff bar-

riers of customs and imposts.

Freedom seemed drifting to-

wards anarchy, and men talked

of drafting George Washington
as king over the liberated com-
monwealth.

There was little chance of re-

covery in a depression for a busi-

ness over-burdened with debt.

The partners tried hard enough.
Samuel Myers traveled from Am-
sterdam to Paris and dined with

the intellectual aristocrat, John
Adams. But the American diplo-

mat and future president could

do nothing for his fellow citizen

jjj^who needed a loan of at least

40,000 pounds. At home, Moses

Myers rushed about from state

to state trying to collect out-

standing accounts. In miserable

winter weather he sometimes

made 100 miles a day by horse

and coach. Yet his efforts proved

vain. As usual under such cir-

cumstances, the partners fell out.

and both Myerses blamed Isaac

Moses for lack of cooperation, if

not for greater dereliction.

Nothing could stave off bank-

ruptcy. Assignees were set up in

Amsterdam. In New York the

trustees appointed were Alexan-

der Hamilton, together with Dan-

iel Ludlow, later the city's larg-

est importer, and Nicholas Low,

a real estate speculator in the

grand style, who got his start as

an Indian trader from the hogs-

head of rum advanced by Hay-

man Levy, his employer. The
partners wishing their creditors

to receive at least 50 per cent,

sold their furniture and silver.

Isaac Moses assigned his real

estate, valued at 10,000 pounds,

and his plate that weighed 445

ounces.

The partners separated, each

going his way. The bankruptcy

did not mar their good name.

Every one regarded them victims

of critical conditions. Business

firms continued eager to extend

them further credit. Isaac Moses

remained in New York and made
another fortune. Samuel Myers

settled in Richmond and became
a respected citizen.

A COMEBACK
After much deliberation Moses

Myers selected Norfolk. He mar-

ried Elizabeth Judah of the Mon-
treal family, an attracive widow
of 24 with considerable property

of her own. In 1787 he set sail

and Benjamin H. Swig, San Francisco.

with his bride for their new
home. The hold of the schooner

contained their furniture and

merchandise in the sum of 1000

pounds bought on credit. On ar-

rival he found awaiting him a

cargo from Amsterdam worth

15000 florins supplied by his for-

mer creditors. With this begin-

ning he made a new start and

staged a comeback. Four years

later he built a large, magnifi-

cent home. Possibly his wife's

money went into this Georgian

mansion that still stands as a

show place and pride for Nor-

folk.

It took little time for Moses

Myers to attain prominence as

a merchant and foremost citizen.

Within five years he is the Nor-

folk superintendent of the Bank

of Richmond. Two years later

as agent of France, he protests

to the mayor on behalf of the

commander of a French ship

about some breach of the neu-

trality law committed by the

British. He acts as personal

agent for Thomas Jefferson, the

Nicholas and other Virginia fam-

ilies. He is a major in the militia

and Federal Collector of the

Customs. Elected to the Common
Council of Norfolk, he becomes
its president. In 1802 as repre-

sentative of Holland (then call-

ed the Batavian Republic) he

writes a letter to President Jeff-

erson suggesting a friendly re-

ception to Admiral Hartsinck. In

1830 Moses Myers is listed in

England among the prominent

Jewish office holders in America.

They are pointed out as useful

citizens in an appeal for the re-

moval of the stale disabilities that

still prevented Jews from enter-

ing the British Parliament with-

out taking the oath of a true

Christian.
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John Michael Perry got up a

full hour earlier on the day of

the big school Christmas party.

He was happy and excited, as

what boy of seven could fail to

be on a day without classes, a day

full of celebrations and Santa

Claus.

Unlike the other Jewish chil-

dren who lived on our block,

John was going to be deprived

of the Chanukah celebration at

Hebrew school that afternoon,

but he never seemed to have

noticed it in the past, and if he

did now, he gave no sign of it.

His mind was full of what lay

directly before him, and it was

good, and because he was well-

behaved he did not wake his

mother up earlier than usual,

but lay on his bed and planned

his happiness.

The Perrys would have been

a greater scandal on our block,

if they had not come to us under

very special circumstances, and

if we were not all poor and there
:

fore with worries of our own. (I

did not know how poor we were,

being seven years old, and it is

only later that I can tell you this

in explanation of our attitude.)

In the first place, there was

no Mr. Perry. There never had

been a Mr. Perry, in a way, be-

cause the "Perry" came a lot

later. But we never knew what

the name was before that, so we
simply accepted the fact that Mr.

Perry was dead, just as Jacob

Fisher's father was dead, who
had been hit by an automobile,

and we had been in awe of Jacob

for weeks after.

It was not that John's mother

ever denied that she or her chil-

dren were Jewish, or even made
the slightest atempt to camou-

flage that fact. It was, rather,

that she dissociated herself from

all the Jewish life around her,

and seemed to think that because

she did, John would somehow
be more American, and less con-

fused.

Mr. Perry had been killed by

the Nazis and it was because of

those circumstances, when Hitler

was still little more than a rumor
on our block, that Mrs. Perry

and her son John were not con-

sidered so much of a scandal on

our block, because they had

"been through'" so much.

I remember the first time my

father explained what Mrs. Perry

had "been through", when I was

not supposed to hear. My mother

said, "Poor woman", and was full

of plans to help Mrs. Perry, and

how to organize the other women
on the block to help, but I my
father said, "No, Anna. She does

not want your help now, and we
must, give her time."

But time passed on, and my
father had his problems, and so

did everyone else on our block,

and Mrs. Perry wanted not to be

a part of our Jewish life, and

there was no one with the time

or the inclination to persuade

her otherwise.

We children knew better than

our parents, perhaps, just how
and why Mrs. Perry felt as she

did, because of the clear line

that she drew for John. Certain

of our games, he played also, and
certain of our songs he sang, but

when we went to Hebrew school,

he did not go along—and which

of us, at one time or another,

did not envy him this particular

freedom, I cannot say. I am sure

that I did often enough when
there was a very good game go-

ing. Still, there was that differ-

ence between us, and children,

American children living on the

same block, do not take too kind-

ly to differences.

But Mrs. Perry saw, or thought

she saw, that we were all con-

fused. She thought that we would
grow up and not know who we
were. Would we be Americans?

Or would be Jews? What is an

American Jew? And if all this

would weigh heavily on us who
were born in America, what
would it do to her son? What
might it do to her son who was

for it? The distinguished Rabbi

who proposed the additions, the

Beth Din, the 20 percent of the

Conservative Rabbis with Smicha

and the rest of the Conservative

Rabbis who are not qualified in

the discussion.

It is also being pointed out. that

the Talmud in the Tractate Keth-

ubot brings an authority that

states that the Ketubah is of post-

Biblical origin. Our Rabbis well

recognized this fact and explain-

ed that the Ketubah is "accord-

ing to the law of Moses and Is-

rael." Therefore, the responsi-

bilities that are contained there-

in have the same authority as

Biblical pronouncements. To

change a law that was established

by our highest authorities we
need a Bet Din that is greater

than the original in a (wisdom

b) in number. As we have point-

ed out, the Conservative Bet Din

has neither. Another amendment
states, "By their own free will

they have agreed to accept upon

themselves . .
."

"To live in accordance with the

'way of the Torah' ". The trans-

lations here is my own, for I feel

that it expresses the true intent

clearer than the English transla-

tion found there which states "to

live in accordance with the Jew-

ish law of marriage."

If the originator of this Ketu-

bah thought to stabilize marri-
ages by these additions he errs
greatly, for the intent of the im-

plication here is that both

parties agree to observe the

commandments of the Tor-

ah.

necessary to pledge in writing ob-

ligations that we have assumed

at Sinai? Secondly, we are treat-

ing bride and groom as former

apostates that must pledge their

loyalty to Judaism before they

may return to the fold. And third-

ly, what happens in the case

where a couple signed a loyalty

pledge to observe the command-
ments and then immediately sit

down to a 'trefa' meal?

There is no question as to

whether something should be

done to regulate Jewish Divorce

under present conditions, but I

am afraid that the Conservative

movement totally missed the

mark with its proposals and its

unilateral action. If they wished

to maintain a unified Jewish Com-
munity, this has not helped it.

From an Halakic point of view,

the Conservative Movement must
abandon its inadequate attempt

at revising the Ketubah and work
with the thousands of Rabbis

who have been spurred on by
their impetus towards creating

a truly Torah-True Judaism.

Those who use this new Ke-

tubah must understand that the

Orthodox Rabbinate of the world

will not recognize it, not because

they wish to tear down that which

the Conservative movement has

built, but they do not wish to re-

pair the damage that this body is

inflicting on our holiest insti-

tution, marriage.

And so, unless the Conserva-

tive movement is out to create its

own Shulchan Aruch let them
follow the will of the majority

and thus preserve the house of

Israel.
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PRINCE ALBERT PUDDING
Rub to a cream half a pound

of sweet butter and half a pound

of sifted powdered sugar; add

the yolks of six eggs, one at a

time, and the grated peel of one

lemon. Add half pound of seed-

less raisins, and also a little cit-

ron, cut very fine. Now add

gradually half a pound of the

finest flour, sifted three or four

times, and the stiffly-beaten

whites of the eggs. Pour this

mixture into a well-buttered

mold, into which you have strewn

some blanched and pounded al-

monds. Boil fully three hours.

Serve with sweet brandy or fruit

sauce.

PEACH PUDDING
In a large mixing bowl whip

to a cream two eggs, three table-

spoons of sugar, and two table-

spoons of butter. To this, after

it is well beaten, add a saltspoon

of salt and half a grated nutmeg.

Stir these ingredients well into

the mixture; then stir in a cup

of milk. Last add, a little at a

time—stirring it well in to make
a smooth batter—a cup and a

half of flour and three-quarters

of a cup of Indian meal, which

have been sifted together, with

three teaspoons of baking-powder

in another bowl.

Butter well the inside of a two-

quart pudding mold; put a layer

of the pudding batter an inch

deep in the mold; cover this with

a layer of fine ripe peaches that

have been peeled and cut in

quarters or eighths — this de-

pends upon the size of the peach-

es. Sprinkle the layer of batter;

then a layer of peaches. Repeat

this process till all the material

is in, leaving a layer of batter on

top. Steam for two hours.

NOODLE PUDDING
Beat the yolks of four eggs

with one cup of powdered sugar

until light, add a quarter of a

cup of pounded almonds, a pinch

of salt, the drained noodles, and

the whites of the eggs beaten to

a stiff froth. Mix well, pour into

a greased pudding mold, and

boil one and one-half hours.

STEAMED BERRY PUDDING
Take one tablespoon of butter

(or other shortening), one-quar-

ter cup of sugar, yolk of one

egg, one-half cup of milk, one

cup of flour, one teaspoon of

baking-powder, one-quarter tea-

spoon of salt, one-half cup of

berries or pitted cherries rolled

in flour. Put in a well-greased

melon mold and cook in boiling

water steadily for two hours.

Serve with hard sauce.

CARROT PUDDING
Take one cup of sugar, one-

third cup of butter, one cup of

grated carrots, one cup of grated

potatoes, one cup of raisins, one

cup of currants, two cups of

bread crumbs, one-half teaspoon

of baking-soda stirred in the po-

tatoes, one teaspoon each of

cloves, cinnamon, and allspice.

Mix all these and add a little

syrup and four tablespoons of

whiskey. Steam four hours. Serve

with hard sauce.

DATE PUDDING
Melt three tablespoons of but-

ter, add one-half cup of molasses,

one-half cup of milk, one and two-

third cups of flour sifted with

one-half teaspoon of baking-soda,

one-quarter teaspoon of salt, one-

quarter teaspoon each of cloves,

cinnamon, and nutmeg. Add to

the above one-half pound of

dates, stoned and cut. Turn into

a well-buttered mold. Buter the

cover also and steam two and

one-half hours. Keep at a steady

boil. Serve with any kind of

sauce.

CHERRY PUDDING
Grate one-half pound of stale

rye bread and wet this with a

wineglass of red wine. Pound
two tablespoons of almonds, stir

the yolks of four eggs with half

a cup of powdered sugar, flavor

with cinnamon, and add the

grated bread and almonds. Stone

one-half pound each of sweet and

sour cherries. Mix all thoroughly

with the beaten whites added

last. Do not take the juice of

the cherries. Butter the pudding

mold well before you put in the

mixture. To be eaten cold.

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MY VISIT TO EUROPE
AND ISRAEL

BY S. J. KESSLER

I shall take the opportunity

to share with the readers of this

Journal my impressions of my
visit in Europe and Israel.

Being affiliated with the Hista-

drut Organization for over thirty

years, by utmost desire was some-

day to be in the land of our fore-

fathers. Especially after May 14,

1948, when Palestine was pro-

claimed as the State of Israel my
desire to visit the new State be-

came much greater.

On the 18th day of July, 1954,

after a short visit in London,

England, Paris and Versailles,

France, both countries of which

have a unique chapter in the

history of the Jewish people in

exile, the Histadrut Delegation

consisting of 41 members, in-

cluding my Grandson Paul Laster

whose Bar Mitzvah was celebrat-

ed October 29, 1954, boarded the

plane from Paris, France, for

Israel. The Delegation represent-

ed twenty cities and fourteen

states of America and two Dele-

gates from Canada.

The name of the plane written

in large Hebrew letters was El-

Al. The Hebrew signs inside the

plane such as Fasten your Belts

Please, No Smoking Allowed Un-

til The Plane Is In The Air, made

a lasting impression. The Pilot,

Co-Pilot and Stewardess greet

you Welcome in Hebrew with the

usual Sholom which means Peace.

The Pilot makes a few brief re-

marks in Hebrew to the passen-

gers wishing them a comfortable

journey. In a moment his re-

marks are translated in English.

Listening to the remarks in He-

brew reminded me of a book I

recently read, entitled, "Tongue

of the Prophet" written by a

non-Jew, Robert St. John. In this

book the very talented writer

portrays Eliezer Ben Yehuda,

founder of the Hebrew Diction-

ary, who came to Palestine in

the year 1881 and died there in

1922. For all of the forty-one

years, Eliezer Ben Yehuda work-

ed days and nights to revive the

Hebrew language which was lit-

erally dead for two thousand

years. Ben Yehuda once said,

"What is life worth if I cannot

serve my people. If my hard

labor and life's struggle is not

appreciated now, it will be ap-

preciated in the very near fu-

ture." The author, Robert St.

John remarked of Ben Yehuda,

"Fate called on Eliezer Ben Ye-

huda to pay that penalty which

true prophets are so often re-

quired to pay. He had to die to

be properly acclaimed." Yes, be-

cause of such men like Eliezer

Ben Yehuda and many others

who gave their very lives for the

fulfillment of our long awaited

dream and who inspired and en-

couraged us through thousands

of years in exile, we now are eat-

ing the fruits of their heroic

efforts.

When you ride to Israel, many
things come to your mind. Things

that you read long ago, such as

the very beautiful songs of our

immortal poet Juda Halevi who*

so wonderfully expressed his de-

votion and love for Zion in or

of his poems. He said, "Who will

take me on the wing of an eagle
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to see the land of my ancestors?

If I could only touch the soil of

Zion, I would consider it the

greatest joy of my life." And I,

the humble man, am sitting with

41 passengers in a plane, making

265 miles per hour going to Israel

which this great man did not live

to see.

While I was with my thoughts

and making a silent prayer to

God for giving me life, strength,

and means to go with my Grand-

son to the Land of our Prophets,

a member of our Delegation call-

ed my attention to the fact that

we would soon be at the Lydda

Israel Airport, and that I was

chosen to recite the blessing on

arrival in Israel. The blessing

which expresses thanks to God,

Our Lord, who has sustained us

and enabled us to reach this mo-

ment of joy to be in the land of

our Ancestors—to be in the land

to which God sent our Father,

Abraham. God said unto Abra-

ham, "Leave thy Father's house,

thy birthplace and go to Canaan.

I will make a great Nation out

of you."

The El-Al plane slowly lowered

on the soil of Israel at 1:30 A.

M. Israeli time. The plane landed.

All passengers slowly and sys-

tematically came down the steps

of the plane, and I saw myself

surrounded by all the members
of the Delegation waiting for me
to say the prayer, Grace to God.

When I ended, many reached for

their handkerchiefs, and I saw

tears flowing from their eyes. I

thought to myself, this is the

first time in my life I saw tears

of happiness and joy.

After we got through the cus-

tomary procedure at the custom-

house, we arrived at the Yarkon

Hotel in Tel-Aviv at 3 A. M. I

wanted to see the sun rise on the

Historical City Tel-Aviv. I want-

ed to be all alone and breathing

the air of Israel. I rested in a

chair on the balcony of the sec-

ond floor of the Hotel. Every-

thing around me was quiet and

peaceful, and the air was clear.

I saw the sun rising slowly in

the skies of Israel taking the

place of the darkness of the

night.

At 6:30 A. M., I saw a man
coming down with a broom,

sweeping the sidewalk. He swept

it very gently and carefully. At

9 A. M. I went to see the man
who swept the sidewalk. I

thought I would get the first

lesson of Israel from him. I in-

troduced myself to him and told

him that he made an impression

on me the way he swept the side-

walk. His answer was, "I helped

to build it. And the sidewalk is

just like a mirror, it must be

clean for the people to walk on.

We are proud of everything we
have built in our State, and we
are trying to keep it in good

shape. Since we haven't had the

proper machinery to build our

sidewalks and homes, we had to

do everything with our hands,

and therefore we love it."

The man was six feet tall, very

athletically built, about thirty-

five years old, a veteran of the

Haganah Army. He said to me,

"I have a citation for being brave

in the last war, but I know that

I did not deserve it. We had men,
perhaps not, as tall and strong as

I am, but they were much braver

than I was. The only difference

is that I remained alive, but

many of our real heroes gave

their lives for our Country. If

you will be here any time you
will see the thousands of graves

of our heroic men and women
and even children in the ages of

fifteen to seventeen years who
gave their lives for our Country.

But we are building, and we are

going to build for the many oth-

ers who are coming in now and
many more who will come."

"You know what Herzl said?"

he asked. I replied, "He said so

many things, but since you are

speaking of many who will come
I think you are referring to the

quotation, 'First the poor, then

1
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the middle class, then the rich.'

They all will come."

"Yes", replied my friend,

"they will come and we will take

them in with open arms. Before

1948, we had people without a

land. Now we have a land without

people. Only one million, six hun-

dred and seventy-five thousand.

We want millions of our brethern

here."

As I sat and listened to this

man whose name is Hershall Ye-

huda, I thought of the book I

recently read, written by the

greatest scientist of our century,

Albert Einstein, "Out of My Later

Years." I quote, "The value of

men should be seen in what they

give, not in what they are able

to receive. The most important

motive for work in school and

in life is the pleasure in its re-

sults and the knowledge of the

value of the results to the com-

munity." This is what I saw in

the man Hershall Yehuda and

many more with whom I spoke

on the farms, in factories, in

schools, representatives from or-

ganizations, and also Government

officials.

As I left my first Israeli teach-

er, I held his hand and said to

him, "I am proud of you because

men like you are a symbol for

many others who will, with you,

build Israel's future on a foun-

dation as strong as the Rock of

Gibraltar that no wind will ever

destroy. On this land our scat-

tered people from the world over

will come and survive as a Na-

tion from slavery to freedom."

Anti-Semitism returned to or-

ganized vigor long later when

Jews began to prosper in the free

enterprise of America, when

many attained position in public

life in accordance with their

merits. I believe we must learn

to live with the pain of anti-

Semitism for a long, long time

to come. Rather than fighting

anti-Semitism let us apply our-

selves to rising to such nobility

as Jews that the shafts of anti-

Semitism can't reach us.

Each bleeds. This is the blood

spilled on many battlefields; the

brother-blood.

But too

many of us stab daily, with the

light word, the criticism, ridi-

cule, rumor, and lie . . . and in

the back.

Purim—Feast of Lots

Purim, jolliest of Jewish holidays, begins at sunset, Monday,

March7.

The holiday commenorates a grim episode from Biblical his-

tory, but its observance has always been marked by a July

Fourth-like gaiety. Basis of the holiday is the overthrow of the

Persian tyrant, Haman, who sought to have all men bow down
to him. When Mordecai refused because his Jewishness forbade

him to worship any but God, Haman sought to destroy the

Jewish people. The Scriptural Book of Esther recounts how the

Jews were saved through the intervention of beauteous Queen

Esther.

Synagogal commemoration of the holiday includes the offer-

ing of special prayers on behalf of human freedom plus music

and sermons devoted to the same theme.

Although the festival lasts but one day, preparations for the

holiday begin months in advance. In religious schools, plays,

pageants, mock beauty contests, and masquerades mark the

occasion. One Purim requirement, stated in Scriptures, is the

giving of gifts to the poor so that the spirit of gladness may be

widespread.

The word, Purim, means Lots, and refers to the casting of

lots through which Haman sought to determine the date of his

intended massacre.

Timing

In a recent issue of B. I. G. News, a bulletin of the American

Financial and Development Corporation for Israel, (the Israel

Bond Organization), Henry Montor, of that body, takes to

task, in no uncertain terms, those communities which have

complained about Israel Bond Campaigns conflicting with local

Federation Appeals. Mr. Montor, in an article titled "The
Nonsense of 'Timing' ", makes the point that conflict is un-

avoidable.

This of course, has been a moot issue for some time. We re-

call being present at a Bond conference in Washington some

years ago when representatives of several important communi-
ties in this country urged that consideration be given in plan-

ning Bond campaigns, to the timing so as not to interfere with

local Federation campaigns. At that time both Mr. Montor, and

Henry Morgenthau, Jr., promised that something would be

done in that direction.

Mr. Montor, in his recent denunciation, states that "In many
communities Welfare Funds now campaign from six to twelve

months"—hence any time of the year would mean conflict.

To our way of thinking this is a generalization which makes
for trouble, as generalizations usually do. To the best of our

knowledge the charge would hold true in so few communities
as to have little effect on the general situation. From our obser-

vation Federation or Welfare Funds limit their actual cam-
paigns to a few weeks. Of course, it is probably true that all

pledges are not met in that short time, and collections often

have to be spread over a longer period.

The facts of the matter are that regardless of the truism that

the nature of the appeals is totally different, one being a dona-
tion, the other an investment, both require a man to put his

hand in his pocket and when they come at the same time it is

not good either for the individual, or the organization.

There are so many places for one to put what money he has

available that the problem for Mr. Average is a serious one.

There is no question of the worth-whileness of the appeal, but
when one stops to think of the many obligations, each perhaps,

relatively small in itself, that an individual wants to recognize

—

congregation, community chest, B'nai B'rith, sisterhoods and
brotherhoods, Hadassah, Council of Jewish Women, U. J. A.,

Red Cross, local Federation et al, not to mention Uncle Sam,
and state income and business taxes, it would seem to most of us

that we were constantly laboring for little else but subsistance

and giving. We do not know what the answer is. We do know
that when major requests come simultaneously, the problem is

not made any easier.

Another important angle is the fact that, particularly in the

smaller communities, the individuals doing the soliciting are

one and the same. This is a condition that results from the fact

that in almost every small community there are only a certain

number who have the time and the interest to do the work.

We feel that despite what Mr. Montor has said, a more care-

ful study should be made on the subject of timing. Of course,

in communities which spread their Federation campaigns limit-

lessly, not much can be done. However, as we have said, we be-

lieve that is definitely the exception and not the rule. There are

a great many communities where this is not true and they are

surely entitled to consideration. Common sense would dictate

that there at least the conflict should be avoided.

A Suggestion To B'nai B'rith

Not too far removed from the problem raised by Flenry

Montor, commented elsewhere in these columns, is one that we
respectfully refer to Philip Klutznick and his associates in the

management of B'nai B'rith's affairs.

When the 5th District Grand Lodge, at its convention held

in Columbia, S. C, a few years ago, adopted its "Package Plan"

—a $6 per capita obligation upon each Lodge to take care of

various and sundry needs of B'nai B'rith agencies not met by

the budget, assurance was given that this would be "it"—there

would be no further appeals. This has not been carried out.

There is scarcely a month that passes but what Lodges are im-

portuned to make special contributions to Hillel, or some other

agency. Members of Lodges have been pressured to contribute

toward the new B'nai B'rith Building in Washington, the Mon-
sky Foundation, etc. The latest of these is a letter from A. B.

Kapplin, an able and sincere gentleman who is Director of the

National Commission on Americanism and Civic Affairs. Mr.

Kapplin asks that the Lodges assist in raising funds to fight

communism through Radio Free Europe. There is of course, no

question as to the merit of the endeavor. But there is a limit

to what Lodges can do. While it is true that strictly speaking,
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Living A Lifetime Dream
By Mrs. Seymour Brown

Pam Ackerman Brown, a former correspondent for the TIMES- OUTLOOK
when she was the belle of Winston-Salem, has here written a tender tribute
to her dad, Emil Ackerman, of Goldsboro, who, at the age when most men
would be thinking in terms of pipe, slippers and an easy-chair, has become
a student at the University of North Carolina, Chapel Hill, N. C.—The Editor.

Standing at the window look-

ing out on a beautiful autumn
day, made more perfect by just

being in Chapel Hill, I watched

a man get out of his car, light

his pipe, shift the notebook under

his arm, and with a springy step,

walk towards the apartment.

Dressed in sport coat and gray

flannels, with a perky bow tie

giving a spark to his thick gray

hair, he looked like a professor

in this small but cosmopolitan

college town. A professor he was
not, however, but a man fulfill-

ing a lifetime dream; he was my
Dad, a college freshman. While

standing there watching him, my
thoughts carried me back
through the years, and I reflected

on the life of Mom and Dad.

Dad didn't have it easy; he had
to quit school to go to work, but

the lack of formal education did

not dampen his eagerness to

learn. An avid reader, he would
delve into heavy books, especial-

ly ones on history and religion.

Determined that his children

would have a good background
in Judaism despite the fact that

we lived in a small town, he
poured through every volume of

Graetz' History of the Jews, so

that he would be able to teach us
and to answer our questions. A
great admirer of Roger Williams,

because he was the first man to

welcome any and all religions in

the colonies of America, Dad
named his son for him. Each re-

ligious holiday, I especially re-

call siting on Dad's lap every Sun-
day morning while he tought me
Bible stories and Jewish history.

He and Mother always had to

work hard for what they had.

Financial setbacks worried them,
but they just worked a little hard-

er, and stayed happy. No matter

how hard they worked; no mat-

ter how worried they would be,

there was always time for us.

Mother took care of us and Dad
played with us when we were

small children.

Oh, the patience he had! Play-

ing the same game over and over

with never any decrease in ardor

or drama. How many hundreds

of times he was the George Wash-

ington to my Betsy Ross; and how
many times he fell down "dead"

from being shot by Bronco Bust-

in' Roger!

Dad was and is a successful

man—and not in the way most

people measure success. He never

had the faculty for making a lot

of money, but he always kept his

family happy. When there wasn't

much money in circulation, he

and Mom could always find

things for the family to do to-

gether, that cost nothing, but

were so much fun. They gave us

their delightful companionship,

a rare commodity that money
can't buy.

I have never seen people enjoy

giving to their children as much
as mine did. It was never a case

of wheedling a new dress out of

them, or cajoling them into get-

ting us something. When they

could afford it, we got what we
wanted without the asking.

From the time I was a little

girl, I can remember Dad day-

dreaming—and in his dreams he

would see his children graduate

from college. Sometimes he

would smile and say, "Mother,

help me to educate the children;

then, I want an education my-
self". At the time, we paid little

attention to this, but through the

years he continued to work, to

read, and to dream.

In the spring of 1945, part of

his dream, which I had taken on

as mine, came true, and I re-

ceived my diploma from the

Woman's College, University of

North Carolina. The Ackermans

just strutted that wonderful day,

proud and happy.

As grand as four years in col-

lege can be, with the experience

and maturity that it affords a

person, I can not say that it gave

me the one litle indescribable

something I think every person

must have with him to keep him

going over the rough spots of

life. My folks gave me — and

I'm sure Roger would say the

same—a feeling that I still carry

with me today; one of security;

of being loved; of being trusted;

of always being able to hold my
head high. I carry with me the

self-assurance that I can do any-

thing I want to try. I may not

succeed, and I may not be the

best, but I'm not afraid to try,

and failure would not stop me
from trying again. What more or

better can parents give to chil-

dren?

I got married, and as time pass-

ed on, the folks delighted in

their red-headed granddaughter.

Many times, when they were in

our home, I would crawl on Dad's

lap (still my favorite place to

sit), and listen to him dream:

"Well, Sis, one-half of my dream

is fulfilled, and soon, your broth-

er will graduate. Say, Mama, you

going to college with me?" We
would laugh and pass it on.

Hallelujah! the day was here,

and Roger wore the motorboard

of the University of North Caro-

lina. He, of course, was thrilled,

as were all of us, but we couldn't

keep our eyes off Dad, for here

was his dream fulfilled; the goal

for which he and Mother had

worked so hard was accomp-

lished.

But was it? I started to think

of what he had said all of his life,

and talked about it with brother.

Why not? Why shouldn't Dad
go to college? When we first

mentioned it, he laughed. "No, he

couldn't afford to retire". We
talked and talked to him about

semi-retirement. In a year, half-

hoping but still not sure, he got

his business affairs in order and

prepared to go to school.

Who the happiest person

among us was, it would be hard

to say; he or his children. Roger

helped him select his courses of

study; I helped Mother with the

apartment; and Seymour gave all

of us advice. So much excite-

ment! So much fun!

I will never forget the first

visit Seymour and I made to

Chapel Hill after they had moved
into their apartment. They were

like two kids—newlyweds. Both

looked ten years younger. The

apartment was furnished simply

but in good taste; all the com-

forts and conveniences without

clutter, and they were busy with

new activities, new interests, liv-

ing and loving every minute of

this new life together.

I have written mainly about

Dad without including Mom. It

would be like eating blintzes

without sour cream, for in every-

thing, both in thought as well as

deed, they have always been to-

gether.

Mother deserves a lot of credit,

for it isn't easy to pick up roots

The Temple is the result of a

two-year dream of Rabbi Toloch-

ko and his active congregation

of some 50 families in Kinston,

Ayden and Greenville. Ground

was broken last July and initial

usage of the building was made
during October. Some finishing

touches and equipment are still

being added, however.

The Temple is situated in the

center of a lot some 200 by 235

feet, which affords ample park-

ing and an attractive lawn. The
main entrance is from Vernon

Avenue and the large doorway

leads either to the sanctuary or

the social hall. The latter is

equipped with facilities for group

assemblies, stage productions,

dinner sessions and educational,

or church school presentations.

The stage is located at the La-

west corner. Along the northern

side of the building, divided by

a corridor from the social hall

He and a local radio

engineer installed the complicat-

ed equipment, which is complete-

ly electrical and automatic in

operation. He contends the Tem-

ple Israel program is the largest

and most varied in scope of its

kind anywhere in the State or

section.

The

Sunday school is completely de-

partmentalized, which makes for

HILLEL AT CHAPEL HILL

A few weeks ago I was asked

whether, in the light of the fin-

ancial investment, Hillel "paid

off". That's a question which is

worth a few lines of talk.

Hillel is not a capital invest-

ment which is suppose to pay off

percentake-wise. Its profits are

sometimes of the most intangible

sort, although there are oc-

casions when they can be meas-

ured, in a manner of speaking.

The very presence of a Hillel

counselorship or a Hillel Foun-

dation on a Campus gives status

and dignity to the Jewish stu-

dent. In a community where

everyone is usually "church-di-

rected", Hillel offers a religious

point of reference.

The advisory and counselling

services available through Hillel

have often seen young men and

women through very critical

moments, encouraged gifts of

character, and set warped think-

ing aright. Can you weigh or

measure such benefits?

In every Jewish community
within my experience — and I

have twenty-five years of experi-

ence behind me — only a very

small percentage of the people

ever responded to leadership re-

sponsibilities and cultural oppor-

tunities. But they are there to be

had, so that these who can and

those who desire, shall lead and

learn. So, too, with Hillel. It is

simply a Jewish student com-

munity. . .with somewhat higher

percentages of participation and

response.

Somewhat to the point, but

otherwise just to tell you about

the sort of experience which can

br so pleasant. A few minutes

before writing this paragraph, I

received in my office, a mother

and her son. They were from

New York, and had flown down
for an interview, prior to the

son's entering UNC. The mother

telephoned me, looking to Hillel

to help her son integrate him-

self in Chapel Hill. We met and

talked. It is good to be able to

help in this manner.

From January until the end of

the academic year, Hillel takes its

turns at playing host to the week-

ly meetings of the Ministerial

Alliance of Chapel Hill. Although

it is pure routine, there is a real

pleasure in having these men and

women (representatives of the

YWCA) have their cookies and
beverage with us. Some of them
had never been in a Jewish House
of Worship, and were much im-

pressed by our lovely Chapel.

January was a rare month. On
the 16th, we had a special nam-
ing ceremony in the Chapel, for

the baby of one of our young

married students, Richard Levin.

On the 30th, two of our stu-

dents were married: Seymour

Geisser and Mary Lee George.

Both have been devoted suport-

ers of Hillel. There has not been

a Hillel event which they have

missed. . .and that includes Sab-

bath Services, Hebrew Classes

Folk Dancing, Brunches and
suppers.

The other night we had a

showing of the film "This Charm-
ing Couple" at the Hillel House,

as a part of a Courtship and

Marriage discussion series. Mrs.

Isabelle Carter, psychiatric social

worker acted as consultant. The
analysis of the problems present

was keen, and the cross-dis-

cussion good. But what was most

interesting was the comparison

of that particular discusion with

one held around the same picture

two days later, at the Woman's
College, Greensboro, Same pic-

ture. . .same problems, but an

audience of girls only.

First Jewish President of U. S. A.

Several weeks ago I promised

to answer the question: In what

year will the first Jew be elected

President of the United States?

It had been propounded in the

magazine "American Judaism"

by its editor, Rabbi Samuel M.

Silver. "American Judaism" is

published by the Union of Amer-
ican Hebrew Congregations (Re-

form )

,

The question was one of 20

Rabbi Silver had sent to 400

Jews, including many rabbis. His

questions had to do with Jewish

life as it will be lived in America

the next 300 years. (The first 300

are just over.

)

Well, yes, I am answering that

question: The first Jewish Presi-

dent of the U. S. was a man
named Malcolm Cohen. (For lit-

erary convenience I am writing

of the matter in the past tense.

)

Though his first name was Mal-

colm there was really nothing

Scotch in his national origin.

The first of his American ances-

tors had come here out of Lith

uania—a Litvak, as they say.

This ancestor had the name
Moses Cohen, but long later the

Cohens began giving their first-

born boy the name of Malcolm in

deference to American nomen-
clature. Names like Moses had
become out of date in the Ameri-
cas. So in this Cohen family the

name Malcolm had been handed
down from generation to genera-

tion until it came to this Mal-

colm Cohen who was elected

President of the U. S. A.

Before Malcolm Cohen was
nominated for the presidency the

party leaders felt troubled:

Could a Jew be elected? There
were still vestiges of old religious

and racial prejudices hanging on.

To nominate Malcolm Cohen for

the presidency might be a chal-

lenge to prejudicial tradition out

of ancient times.

It was recalled then that in the

year 1928 Al Smith, an able man,

was defeated for the presidency

by masses of the people who
didn't like Catholicism. Would
the similar prejudice operate

against the candidacy of Malcolm

Cohen?

The more enlightened party

leaders argued that, after all the

ALFRED SEGAL

years since Al Smith's time, pub-

lic opinion had come generally

to accept the Constitutional prin-

ciple ( in the Bill of Rights ) that

in America there could be no

discrimination against any man
by reason of his religion. Any-

way, they said, it was really

worth trying to determine wheth-

er the prejudice that had helped

to defeat Al Smith way back

there still prevailed in America.

Besides all, Malcolm Cohen
was an excellent, able citizen

—

a graduate out of Harvard cum
laude, an exemplary American in

the civic endeavors of his own
community; he had cared much
about the troubled problems of

all kinds of people.

In the Jewish Sabbath school

which he had attended he had
been taught that no man was an

island unto himself, as the poet

had said. He thought of himself

as part of the community of the

world.

Yet there was argument about

Malcolm's fitness even among
Jews. A remnant of Orthodoxy

thought he wasn't Jewish enough;

he didn't keep a kosher house

and how would it go with the

dietary laws if he were in the

White House?

Malcolm Cohen was nominated

for President, anyway. He was

offered to the voters as an early

American. His first American

forefather had come over here

in the 1880's. Malcolm Cohen
was spoken of as a man in the*

pattern of Lincoln, you might

say, since the first of his fore-

fathers had landed here penni-

less, was a lonely peddler with

a heavy pack on his back in the

beginning, worked hard, had

made a good life, had brought

up a good family. That was the

origin of Malcolm Cohen's fami-

ly in America, all in the good

American way of life.

His election to the presidency

was acclaimed as dazzling evi-

dence that the hearts of men
had become nobler with good will

than in the time Al Smith ran

in 1928. President Malcolm Co-

hen chose the Book of Micah,

Chapter 6 in the Old Testament,

on which to set his hand when
he was sworn in. There it was

writen: "What doth the Lord

thy God require of thee but to

do justly and to love mercy and

to walk humbly with thy God?"
At first he wasn't sure whether

to take his oath of office on Mi-

cah or Malachi. Malachi was the

one who had said: "Have we not

all one Father? Hath not one

God created us?"

He chose Micah because, he

said. Micah's idea of being just,

just, merciful and humble cover-

ed also what Malachi had said.

. . "It contains everything of a

good life for individuals and for

nations," he told the press, "I

shall try to conduct my admin-

istration by what Micah and Ma-

lachi said. And I may add that

in my administration's foreign

relations I shall remember what

was said in the Sermon on the

Mount. The Golden Rule, I

mean."

President Cohen's administra-

tion cared much about the lives

of ordinary people and how to

make them better to live by jus-

tice and kindness.

But this connection with Jew-

ish prophets was turned against

him by some of the more power-

ful who felt that the President

was intruding on their interests;

even though his election had
widely suggested that religious

prejudice was all out of date in

America.

His enemies recalled he had

taken the presidential oath on

a Jewish prophet who might be

called a left-winger . . . "So what

can you expect of this Jew?"
they asked.

When time for his reelection

came about, they went up and
down the country arguing, quite

privately, it was about time to di-

vorce the administration from

Jewish prophets . . . "How do
those dead old Jews get in on

this, anyway?" they asked. "This

is America."

Yet Malcolm Cohen was re-

elected President of the U. S.

by reason of all he had been do-

ing as President, in accordance

with his ethical teaching. It was
a time when multitudes of the

people were looking beyond their

separate altars and asking; Real-

ly what difference is there be-

tween the teachings of Micah,

Malachi and our own Christ?

It's all in the brotherhood.

And what year is all this going

to happen? I guess in the year

4056.

MUFFINS MADE WITH KASHA
Hot buckwheat muffins for

breakfast, or as a hot bread for

any meal, is a new delightful

taste treat for the whole family.

The cracked buckwheat grain

makes muffins crunchy and im-

parts a nut-like flavor. Serve pip-

ing hot with butter and jelly.

Crunchy Raisin Muffins

Va cup shorening

3 tablespoons sugar

2 tablespoons molasses

1 egg, unbeaten

IY2 cups sifted all-purpose

flour.

2 teaspoons double-acting

baking powder

V2 teaspoon soda

V2 teaspoon salt

% cup buckwheat groats*

1 cup buttermilk

V4 cup cut seeded raisins

Cream shortening until fluffy;

add sugar and molasses, and beat

until light. Beat in egg. Add sift-

ed flour, baking powder, soda,

and salt. Then add groats and

buttermilk; stir only until dry

ingredients are moistened. Add
raisins. Half-fill greased 2V2

inch muffin pans with batter

Bake in hot oven, 425 degrees F.

about 20 minutes, or until brown

ed and done. Makes 12 muffins

*Also known as kasha.

RHUBARB PIE

Make a very rich crust, and

over the bottom layer sprinkle

a large tablespoon of sugar and

a good teaspon of flour. Fill half-

full rhubarb that has been cut

up, scatter in one-fourth cup of

strawberries or raspberries,

sprinkle with more sugar and

flour, and then proceed as before.

Over the top dot bits of butter,

another dusting of flour. Use a

good cup of sugar to a pie. Pinch

the crusts together well after wet-

ting them, to prevent the juice,

which should be so thick that it

does not soak through the lower

crust at all, from cooking out.

PLUM PIE

Select large purple plums,

about fifteen plums for a good-

sized pie; cut them halves, re-

move the kernels and dip each

half in flour. Line your pie-tin

with a rich paste and lay in the

plums, close together, and sprink-

le thickly with a whole cup of

sugar. Lay strips of paste across

the top, into bars, also a strip

around the rim, and press all

around the edge with a pointed

knife or fork, which will make
a fancy border. Sift powdered

sugar on top. Damson pie is

made in the same way. Eat cold.

COCOANUT PIE

Line a pie-plate with puff paste

and fill with the following cus-

tard: Butter size of an egg,

creamed with one cup of granu-

lated sugar, one tablespoon of

flour, three-fourths cup of grated

cocoanut, one tablespoon of milk,

vanilla, pinch of salt, and the

beaten white of three eggs.

this is not an assessment on Lodge members, yet in most com-
munities that is what it will finally amount to.

Take the situation that confronts the Lodges in District 5,

(and we assume that it is true to a greater or lesser degree in all

of the districts). Most of the Lodges have set their annual dues

at $15 .JThis is about the maximum that can be expected without
loss in membership. Of this, $9 goes to National and District,

and 50 cents to the State Association (certainly a modest enough
amount if the State Association is to do any sort of job) . That
leaves $5.50 per capita for all of the Lodge's local work. (Where
the Package Plan is operative, and is an assessment, this already

shows an operational deficit) . This amount is barely sufficient to

enable Lodges to carry on an effective program locally, particu-

larly when there are Tercentenary celebrations and such, to be

observed.

Getting back to the Package Plan. We were definitely op-

posed to this at the time it was voted. Our point was, and is,

that it is cumbersome and unsound to contribute to B'nai B'rith

agencies in more than one way. We say this with a full realiza-

tion of the inadequacy of direct budgets. We have been to

too many budget sessions not to realize what an irksome problem
this is, and yet it is our contention that if an agency needs X
dollars, it should come from one source—the budget.

We realize too, that sums for larger budgets must come from
somewhere. To further increase the assessments to national and

district would not be sound. The only answer is of course, larger

membership, and we know that strenuous efforts are being

made in this direction.

However, this is a long drawn out proposition. Meanwhile,

we suggest that Mr. Klutznick appoint a special committee to

start from scratch on this entire business of providing sufficient

budget monies in each district so as to give to the various agencies

sufficient funds and eliminate the need for Package Funds,

special eppeals, etc. We know that the problem is a knotty one.

We believe however, that the current situation with study can

be improved.

PASSOVER
Guest Editorial By Rabbi Maurice Idell,

Beth Meyer Synagogue, Raleigh, N. C.

The festival of Passover is a festival of spring, a festival of

freedom and a festival of hope. It is a festival which has at one

time a seasonal, a national and a religious significance,

Passover comes at the time of the year when the world is

awakening from a long winter of darkness and sleep. All plant

life is renewed and is beginning to bloom. The world is alive

with a new vigor, a new freshness and a bright greenery. Life

is once again gay and charmed with the beauties of nature.

In the synagogues we recite the immortal "Song of Songs".

What could be more appropriate than the Song of Songs? It

tells of youth, of love, of beauty and of hope.

Many a long hard winter has been endured by the children

of Israel since the miracle of the Exodus from Egypt. The child-

ren of Israel marched in to the Promised land only to be van-

quished later and banished from their homes. But history tells

us that eventually the Almighty "visited his wrath" upon these

very nations of ancient times and we hear no more of the

ancient Assyrians, the Babylonians, the mighty Greek and
Roman hordes. They are but studies in our history books—yet,

the children of Israel imbued by the spirit of freedom lives on.

Throughout the centuries, the people of Israel, in the Diaspora,

in the dark dungeons of Spain, in the poverty stricken ghettos

of Europe, in Poland, in Russia, and more recently in Germany,
recited fervently the prayers of Passover. "In every generation

do men rise up against us; and God delivers us from their

hands"—this has been the hope for liberty which has enabled

our people to survive all manner of persecution and degradation

and rise triumphantly over the foe. This has been the formula
which has enabled the children of Israel to celebrate year after

year, generation after generation the holiday of Passover.

And even, when the Almighty God in his mercv brought
us to the shore of this wonderful country of ours, where liberty

and freedom are the by-word, the Children of Israel brought
their message of freedom—the Torah, given to them in the

first spring of their freedom at the foot of the sacred Mt. Sinai.

And, its very words are engraved on the Liberty Bell in Phila-

delphia, for all the world to see
—"And ye shall proclaim Liberty

throughout the land unto all the inhabitants thereof". (Levit.

xxv- 10)

Throughout the centuries their "Spring"
—

"Passover and its

message
—

" blazed before them. Even now, when Israel is once
again the home of the Chosen People, still the dark clouds hover
and the Passover season brings us new strength and new vigor
and new hope. We. know that love of freedom and liberty will

prevail and all Israel will dwell in peace.

For the sake of our youth we have the Passover Seder. The
seder is celebrated the first two nights of the passover holiday
and in its very design is symbolic of Jewish life in all parts of

the world. We speak of the four corners of the earth and the

number four properly rules the ceremony. We drink four cups
of wine because the Almighty God said "And I shall bring forth,

save, take, redeem". We eat four main foods; (1 ) Pesach—repre-

sented by the roasted bone as a symbol of the paschal sacrifice;

(2) matzah—represented the hastily baked bread at the depart-
ure from Egypt: (3) moror—to remind us of the bitterness in

Egypt and (4) haroses—to recall the use of bricks and mortar
bv the children of Israel in slavery. The children at the table

ask four questions which are answered by the reading of the

Haegadah.

The Passover Story has a message for four different classes or

kinds of people. The Haeeadah rellg us there are four types of
sons: The wise son who asks "What is the real meaning of this

service"? and to him a full exolanation is made, knowing that he
will understand all; the wicked son who asks "Whv do you
bother with this custom"? and thus excludes himself from the

rest of the people, and to him we say you will profit althoueh
you do not participate; the simple son asks "what is all this

about"? and to him we reply "it is all because, the Lord brought
us forth from the land of Egypt." and lastlv we have the fourth

son who does not even realize that he should ask a question and
to him we must explain what is going on.

Yes, Passover is a children's holiday. Thus the prominence
of th? four sons. The children ask the auestions and the parents

answer them. This is the true cvcle of life. The parents guiding

the children to what is good and to what is right, educationally,

spiritually and ethically. Just as all nature renews its strength,

just as we recall the hardships of our ancestors and renew our

vows to carry the torch of freedom and libertv, so must we
rededicate ourselves at this season to give our children an under-

standing of the principles of justice, mercy, libertv and happi-

ness, and above all the true spirit of religious devotion.

Yes, "avadim hayenu"
—

"slaves were we". Unfortunately,

the pressures of modern living enslave us to our businesses,

to our professions and to the routines of earning our bread. We
become co occupied with these material matters that we forget

about life itself. At this season, the festival of freedom calls to

us to bring the holiday spirit into our homes, to gather our dear

ones about us, to rededicate ourselves to our religion and to our

God. This is the season to permit the eternal light of love be-

tween God and man which was kindled by our forefathers to

flame anew and never be extinguished.

The Return of Ben Gurion

In a sense, this title is a misnomer. It could be said that David
Ben Gurion, former Prime Minister of the State of Israel, had

never been away. This viewpoint is substantiated by the general

knowledge that during the 16 months of his "retirement", he

kept close tabs on everything that was going on, and frequently

Judge Simon E. Sobeloff, the

U. S. Solicitor-General emerged

as the top American statesman on

the Jewish scene. His statement

concerning Israel made at the

Weizmann dinner in New York

on December 2nd caught world-

wide attention. The fact that

Secretary of State John F. Dulles

chose him to make his pro-

nouncement assuring Israel of

continued American friendship

is a tribute to Judge Sobeloff per-

sonally and to his position of

leadership in Jewish life. It also

indicates the esteem which the

Administration has for Jewish

opinion in this country. I, there-

fore, sought an interview with

the Judge, to discuss with him

matters of interest to the readers

of this magazine.

The Solicitor-General of the

United States is a very busy man.

But being an affable and warm
personality, an intellectual who
likes to discourse on and analyze

events and problems, we spent

some time in very pleasant con-

versation. Weighty matters of

State were left in abeyance, to be

worked on likely during the late

hours. Our talk covered a wide

range of political problems, in-

ternational as well as domestic.

The statement which the Judge

made at the Weizmann dinner

continues to be a popular topic

for Jewish columnists and speak-

ers. Appraising this, I asked him
what tangibles can be expected

from the general policy which he

outlined on behalf of the Ad-

ministration in regard to Israel.

His answer was thoughtful and

forthright. He said:

"The first result I expect is a

clearing of the atmosphere

around the whole problem. There

By Beinesh Epstein

unwarranted suspicion engender-

ed in the discussion of the Ameri-

can-Israel relations. There is a

need for mutual confidence and

respect. Israelis and their friends

should now realize that President

Eisenhower and Secretary Dulles

are sincerely interested in the

security of Israel and in establish-

ing peace between her and the

Arab countries. There may be

differences as to the policies to

be pursued in the overall hand-

ling of the Middle East. But the

mind of the Administration lead-

ers is not closed toward Israel

and her precarious situation.

"I also expect that, as a result

of the policy which I have been

authorized to pronounce, the

constant evaluation of our ef-

forts in the Near East will make
realistic contributions toward

strengthening our friendship

with Israel and the stability of

the entire region, which is the

real aim of our policy there."

From the Israeli question, we
went on to another problem

which agitates Jewish society

now—the revision of the McCar-

ran - Walter Immigration Law.

Judge Sobeloff was emphatic

that this law will be revised. He
stated:

"I am convinced that de-

partures in our immigration laws

from the traditional role of

America as a haven for the op-

pressed will before too long, be

corrected as the President has

urged."

Why did not the President

press the 83rd Congress to en-

act these changes? Well, people

on the outside can afford to be

impatient. Not so the men charg-

ed with responsibility. For them,

there are a multitude of knotty

problems which they have to un-

tangle. The question is when and

how. What comes first? Above
all, let us bear in mind that the

President needs a majority in

Congress to change a law, and

this was very problematical con-

cerning the McCarran - Walter

Act. Senator Ives, Senator Sal-

tonstall, Congressman J a v i t s,

Congressman Scott, Congressman
Cretella, and other Republican

Senators and Representatives,

have made an effort to change

the law, but they failed, notwith-

standing the fact that it was clear

that the President willed it. How-
ever, the Solicitor-General is cer-

tain that President Eisenhower

will make a determined effort to

have Congress revise the McCar-

ran-Walter law as soon as he

will find it propitious.

The McCarran law is closely

linked with the general problem

of civil rights. On last September

16th, in a speech before the
National Conference on Citizen-

ship, Mr. Sobeloff, touching on

the restrictions in the immigra-

tion law remarked :

"These things, too, have a bear-

ing on the climate of freedom."

So we were naturally steering

into discussion of the civil rights

problem and its handling by the

Administration. Judge Sobeloff

is convinced that, notwithstand-

ing obvious differences, an out-

growth of the abnormal times

in which the world has been

thrown, we are making progress

in the field of civil rights and

liberties. He is full of praise for

Ihe Attorney General, Herbert,

Brownell, Jr., and his work to

safeguard the rights of the in-

dividual.

"Mr. Brownell", he stated, "has

the double obligation of defend-

fending the Republic from the in-

ternal and external subversion,

and at the same time strengthen

and deepen the bill of rights.

The achievement of this double

purpose is made more difficult

because so many people tend to

line up with one extreme posi-

tion or another. Either they bind

themselves to the workings of

traitors, denying the plain evi

deuce that danger exists; or they

fall into a panic, lose all balance

and perspective, view every
neighbor as a possible enemy and

tolerate no disagreement with

their own opinions. However, the

Attorney General is alert to these

pitfalls and dangers and he steers

his Department on a straight path

of justice and fairness.

"Perhaps most illustrative of

the philosophy of the Admini-

stration are its efforts to abolish

inequalities and injustices to

minorities. Following the policy

laid down by President Eisen-

hower, the Attorney General

went to court to enforce the bill

of lights when minorities were

discriminated against. Segre-

gation in public places was dealt

a crushing blow in the District of

Columbia by a court order. Seg-

regation was abolished in the

Armed Services. Segregation in

education is well on the way to

be a thing of the past, thank?

to the decision of the Supreme

Court, to which the Attorney

General was a party. Yoeman's

work against discrimination in

employment is being done by

Vice President Nixon and his

Contracts Committee, aided by

William P. Rogers, Deputy At-

torney General, and Maxwell M.

Rabb, Assistant Counsel to Presi;

dent Eisenhower and Secretary

of the Cabinet. These steps not

The Greek and the Hebrew

thought differently about God's

nature. To the Greek mind God

is impersonal — the Ultimate

Reality is the One, who is one

and all alone and ever more shall

be so. To the Hebrew, on the

other hand, the Ultimate Reality

is personal; a living God very

near to man.

The Greek and the Hebrew

thought differently about the

way God is known. For the Greek,

such knowledge is analogous to

seeing: like looking at a distant

landscape. Any communication

across the separating space is

unthinkable. For the Hebrew, on

the other hand, the knowledge

of God comes to man from the

Beyond. Knowing God is analo-

gous to hearing and answering.

God is known because His self-

revealing Word is heard by an

Isaiah or a Jeremiah and in and

through the web of human his-

tory.

Intellectual speculation is the

method and the glory of the

Greek philosopher; the Hebrew
prophet is not interested in it.

His function is testimony. The
Bible does not provide philo-

sophical arguments for theism;

It is the unique insight and con-

tribution of Judaism to mankind.

The Greek and the Hebrew

thought very differently about

history. To the Greek the time-

process had no ultimate value.

Nothing real ever moves. The

glittering tumult of history is

only a breaking wave on the

ocean of Absolute Being. To the

Hebrew, time is God's creation

and the workshop of His holy

purpose, a meaningful unfolding

of a providential destiny. His-

tory is the arena where God's

will expresses itself in action.

Revelation means that the acts

and facts of history mediate and

disclose the mighty acts of God.

An understanding of the He-

braic view of history is the key

to the understanding of the He-

braic genius and an answer to

the riddle of Jewish perpetuity.

The Jew identifies himself with

the historic process; he views

himself as the instrument of the

eternal God; the roaring loom on

which the garment of His kingly

rule is woven.

The Jewish view of history as

an unfolding process of divine

purpose saved Judaism from stag-

nation and petrifection. Judaism

in the traditional view is a way

of life which was ordained by

the One and Only God, whose

existence, creative and sustaining

power, was deemed to be self-

evident truth. Traditional Juda-

ism subscribed to a belief in a

phenomenal, supernatural and

dramatic disclosure of the Divine

Will at a given moment of time.

In the liberal view the percep-

tion of the Divine Will is the

result of a normal and gradual

evolutionary process. Judaism

was thus able to mept every grave

crisis in history and to meet and

collide with diverse cultures

without losing its essential gen-

ius and nature.

Judaism suceeded in assum-

ing its prophetic and universal-

istic character only after many
trials and backslidings. The fes-

tival of Chanukah marks the vic-

tory of the Maccabees over the

corrosive influence of Hellenism.

Had Judaism in its military and

cultural encounter with Hellen-

ism disappeared in 165 B.C.E.

there would have been no Chris-

tianity and no Mohammedanism.
The whole stream of Western

Civilization would have taken a

different course.

DR. SAMUEL NEWMAN

The Conquest of Jerusalem

and the destruction of the Tem-

ple by Titus in the year 70 C. E.

presented Judaism with a grave

crisis and challenge. After the

destruction a system of Judaism

without the Temple had to be

evolved. The crisis was met. The
institution of the Synagogue took

the place of the Temple, and

charity, the place of sacrifice.

The well-equipped

gymnasium, completed for indoor

activities, includes a professional

photography dark room, an of-

fice for the camper's newspaper,

and a screened-in dance pavilion.

Suppose I introduce you to a

day at Camp Belle Aire.

Isadore Bush
ABOLITIONIST—1856

By Harry Simonhoff

Glancing back at the Jewish

exodus out of Europe, one might

conclude that it was the spon-

taneous act of a people, weary of

persecution and straining at the

leash to reach the American

haven of freedom and opportuni-

ty. Yet this obvious conclusion

is not quite correct-. Far-sighted

leaders had to employ their tal-

ents to induce the migration

trickle that ultimately became a

mighty stream.

Among such leaders appeared

the 26 year old Isidor Bush,

whose maternal grandfather was

the first Jew raised to the no-

bility in Austria. His father had

moved from Prague to enter an

established publishing house in

Vienna. Father and son printed

many important works, includ-

ing the Talmud. Isidor also

edited his own Jahrbucher fur

Israeliten, which carried contri-

butions by the outstanding schol-

ars of the Wissenshaft des Juden-

tums.

The Revolution of 1848 sucked

in Isidor Bush with other liberals

dreaming of a free world. He
began publishing a weekly, which

was the only organ in Austro-

Hungary open to free discussion

of Jewish affairs. For this paper,

the novelist Leopold Komport,

famous for his ghetto stories,

wrote "On to America", a clarion

call for Jews to disregard every-

thing and migrate to the U. S. A.

Not every one agreed. Some
thought it incumbent to remain

and fight for freedom on the

soil they inhabited for centuries.

Others feared that the ancient

faith, for which rivers of blood

had been shed, would disappear

in the new free world. Isidor

Bush, inspirer of Komport's ap-

peal, had little faith in the

triumph of liberalism under Aus-

trian rule. He planned todeave

even before the revolution failed.

On January 8th 1849, he landed

in New York.

Immediately, Bush started pub-

lish Israel's Herold, the first Jew-

ish weekly in America. He at-

tempted to transplant another

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ation by sacrifice, the public wor-

ship of the synagogue—democra-

tic and spiritual throughout

—

permited anyone to commune
with God, without the mediation

of priest. The new institution had

a great historic influence within

and without Judaism. In all the

ages, and in all the lands of dis-

persion, the synagogue became
the focus of the religious, social

and intellectual life, serving not

only as a place of public worship

but also as school, law-court,

communal center and even hos-

telry for strangers. The Syna-

gogue supplies the mould and
model for the worship of Chris-

tianity and Islam. Joseph Ern-

est Renan, the great non-Jewish

French orientalist, philosopher

and historian, said that the his-

toric effect of the synagogue
earned it the praise of being

"la creation la plus originale et

la plus feconde du peuple juif."

In the Middle Ages it became
necessary to reconcile Judaism
with the Aristotelian philosophy.

Moses Maimonides wrote "The
Guide for the Perplexed."

This was a work of genius and
it exerted a powerful influence

upon many generations of read-

ers. Jewish students have been

going South ^ coming North
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enabled to combine their Juda-

ism with intellectual honesty.

Maimonides attained for his day

and for many generations after

him a synthesis which rendered

philosophy Jewish and Judaism

philosophical.

The Era of Emancipation again

forced the need for readjustment

or reinterpretation of Judaism to

changed conditions : the expecta-

tion and hope for full participa-

tion in the civic and cultural life

of Western Europe. The Reform
movement in Germany was the

response to that urgent need.

The progression of Reform has

not been a straight line; its resili-

ence saved it from becoming an

orthodoxy or a withered branch

of the living tree of historic

Judaism.

In Judaism the emphasis is

life, not belief or dogma. The
prophets, who victoriously fought

heathen gods, learned to think

of Deity as a personal force,

above nature, but identified with

social justice.

"It hath been told thee, O
man, what is good; and what

the Lord doth require of

thee; only to do justly, and

to love mercy; and to walk

humbly with thy God."

(Micah 6:8)

Here in a single verse—and

one of the grandest statements

ever uttered—is summed up the

religion of the Jewish people.

The three variants of Judaism
in America — Orthodoxy, Con-

servatism, and Reform are not

three separate, disjointed sects.

They all meet on the basis of the

theological or methaphysical

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principle which is the heart and

Liberal Judaism is a continuous

process of self-renewal, sensitive

to the dynamic and creative spir-

it of Judaism. The tasks of Re-

form have not and never can be

finished. In its search for truth

it has often made mistakes, to

err is human. Time and the qual-

ity of self-criticism supplied the

Correctives.

The Central Conference of

American Rabbis, in the Colum-

bus Platform of 1937, which re-

placed the Pittsburgh Platform

of 1886, has undone the mistake

of the first Reform leaders. In

the Columbus Platform, the peo-

plehood of the Jews is stressed

as basic to the understanding of

Judaism, and the indispensable

role of Eretz Yisrael is likewise

recognized.

Stephen Wise, the revered

founder of the Jewish Institute

of Religion thus formulated his

concept of liberal Judaism:

"For us, Jewishness meant and
means a sense of oneness with

our Jewish brothers in all lands

and times, whatever their cir-

cumstances, their so-called faith

or unfaith. Jewishness meant
loyalty to historic Jewish ideals

—spiritual, moral, social, intel-

lectual. Jewishness could only

be perpetuated through under-

standing and appreciation of

the best that has been thought

and said and done throughout
thirty centuries and more of

Jewish history. This Jewishness
of life and loyalty was the bond
that linked us alike with the

storied centuries of the past and
with our people's deathless hopes
and dreams for the future."

The Union of the Hebrew Un-
ion College and the Jewish In-
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stitute of Religion signalized a

broadening of the ideological

base of Reform. It was a de-

parture from the sectarian inter-

pretation of Judaism to a com-

prehensive, all-embracing view

of the Jewish past and future in

the light of a liberal view legiti-

mate and common to all great

universal religions. In the words

of Stephen Wise, "Liberalism as

a mood had come to take the

place of Reform as an end. . .The

union means the creation of a

great teaching institution of lib-

eral and progressive Judaism,

minimizing the things that seem

to divide us, magnifying the

things that unite us."

Reform Judaism no longer

means a delimited or truncated

Judaism. To its current expon-

ents it means an all-embracing,

catholic, Judaism. The definition

of the Term Jewish, given by the

President Emeritus of the He-

brew Union College, Rabbi Julian

Morgenstern, is expressive of the

newer trends of Reform Judaism

:

"What is Jewish? What is eternal-

ly, unmistakably, compellingly,

Jewish, that must, now and for-

ever, enable us to chart our

course and steer surely and un-

swervingly towards our God-ap-

pointed goal? And what will tell

us unerringly just what our goal

is and where it lies? Jewish

knowledge is the answer, knowl-

edge of Judaism in its broadest

scope, of Jewish history, Jewish

literature, Jewish thought and

theology, Jewish life in all ages

and under all conditions, Jewish

vision and Jewish hope and Jew-

ish destiny. Such knowledge in

some degree is indispensable for

every conscious and responsible

Jew. But especially for our rab-

bis, our pilots, who must chart

our course, hold the helm and

steer confidently, and veer, no
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matter how slighly, neither to the

right nor to the left, that the

goal be not missed and Jewish

destiny betrayed, such knowl-

edge is absolutely indispensable.

And especially in this time of

crisis for Judaism, for Israel and
for humanity!"

The future character of Amer-
ican Jewish life will be influ-

enced and determined to a large

degree by its spiritual leaders.

Jewish life in America has not

yet assumed a fixed spiritual

physiognomy. A cursory view of

the literature related to the

American Jewish Tercentenary

reveals the different approaches

to the consideration and solution

of the problems which perplex

and agitate the effervescent Jew-

ish community on all levels of

thought and action. In the Jewish
scheme of things the Rabbi has

no sacredotal functions, yet for

thousands of years the Rabbis
were the repositories of solid and
authentic Jewish knowledge. The
content, quality and values of our
Judaism will be determined by
the fields of Jewish and cognate

learning. The position of the

Rabbi in the Jewish community
and the emoluments of his office

must be such as to attract men
of the highest character, intel-

ligence, and promise. American
Jewish life has become so com-
plex that the call on the Rabbi's

brain and brawn are continually

increasing. His professional prep-

aration and academic attainment

therefore must be of the highest

order. The Rabbi must be allowed
full sway of his spiritual and in-

tellectual powers. The untram-
meled and absolute freedom of

the pulpit is a Sine qua non for

the discharge of his exalted func-

tion. The Rabbi in the modern
context is the interpreter and
exponent of the prophetic tra-

dition, his must be the will, the

power, and the ability to stand

up before the mighty of this

earth to denounce injustice and

iniquity, in high and in low

places.

Stephen Wise, at the Com-
mencement Exercises of the Jew-

ish Institute of Religion in 1948

spoke of the spirit that should

inform the graduates of our semi-

naries.

"We have an allegiance to the

spiritual heritage of a great and

imperishable people. We have

another allegiance to the people

of our great country, of whom
we are a part. There is no di-

vided allegiance. There is a

transcending allegiance crowning

and glorifying both.

".
. . The memories, the tra-

dition, the hopes, the dreams, the

sufferings, the sorrows of four

thousand years have not sund-

ered me from the blood and the

race of the people of Israel. I

am one of them. As a citizen I

belong wholly to America. Amer-
ica is my country and I have none

other. To it I give the utmost of

my loyalty, the deepest of my
love, the truest of my service.

".
. . Remember, you must

strengthen the infirm, you must

reassure the timid, you must re-

buke the cowardly. Remember
you are teachers in Israel; you

have not only the right to speak

frankly, simply, sincerely to

those who hear you in your con-

gregations, but you must speak

as men to your fellow-Americans

of Christian faith. When they

deserve your praise, praise them,

but when you must speak harsh-

ly and bitterly, be not afraid.

Sometimes it is more important

to utter the clearest dispraise of

that which is wrong than to speak

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A Traditional Rabbi's Views
The New Kesuba

In the February issue of the TIMES-OUTLOOK, appeared two articles,

written from two different view-points, on the Ketubah, new marriage law
enacted by the Conservative rabbinate. In an editorial in the same issue,
which commented on the articles, we invited other opinions. The following
is the view-point of Rabbi Louis M. Tuchman. — The Editor

The Orthodox Rabbinate has

declared an 'issur' (ban), and

rightly so, on the new Kesuba
proposed by the Conservative

element, and has forbidden its

use at marriage ceremonies.

Among the arguments ad-

vanced by the sponsors of the

Kesuba is that it is within the

framework of Halacha (Jewish

Law.) Their reasoning, unfor-

tunately, is far from correct. The
graduates of the conservative

seminary are little versed in the

realm of Halacha. How can one

delve into the vast labyrinth of

halacha when one is totally un-

prepared to discuss halacha and
Jewish law from every vantage

point of Torah, Talmud and
Rabbinic Responsa?

We find, in the proceedings

published by the Rabbinical As-

sembly, that many of its leaders

have repudiated the concept of

Torah Min Hashamayim (divine

to users of
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revelation), from whence stems

the traditional, authoritative ap-

proach to Jewish Law. Ortho-

doxy, therefore, remains the

sole gaurdian and staunch up-

holder of tradition, stemming
from Sinai and continuing to the

present day. Based upon their

'historical,' rather than authori-

tative concept of Torah, the Con-

servation Rabbinate, despite its

unpreparedness in the field of

Halacha, has, in the past few

years, completely disregarded

halacha in many of its "deci-

sions" in vital Jewish matters —
all of which tend to shatter Jew-

ish tradition rather than streng-

then it. By sanctioning riding to

synagogue on Shabbos, and bv

permitting the use of an organ in

the synagogue on Shabbos, based

upon a majority opinion of their

assembly, they have a definitely

violated Jewish Halacha for the

convenience of their congreg-

ants. And, the same assembly

which voted a change in the tra-

ditional kesuba, has also, I have

been informed, sanctioned the

marriage of a Kohen (priest) to

be a gerusha (divorcee), which
demonstrates an outright viola-

tion of a biblical commandment
(Leviticus 21:7).

Can these be permitted to

'legislate' and cause Jewry to

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speak not to you chiefly or alone,

but through you to your congre-

gation, to your people, to Ameri-

can Israel ..."

The stream of western civiliza-

tion is the natural habitat of

the modern Jew. Together with

our Christian neighbors we face

the problem how to blend an

ancestral religious heritage with

secular American nationalist civi-

lization. Secular civilization or

secular nationalism without the

check and influence of the eternal

verities of a universal religion is

constantly in danger of degene-

rating into a pagan totalitarian-

ism of the Right or the Left

—

Fascism or Communism. For the

sake of our spiritual health as

Jews and as Americans we must

revitalize our spiritual and re-

ligious tradition and help solve

the problem of western man : the

dichotomy between secular na-

tionalism and the imperatives of

universal religion,

only add to the security of mi-

norities and their equality in the

country, but they also contribute

enormously to the dignity, right

and security of all citizens in

our democracy.

"I would like to quote from

President Eisenhower's inaugural

address. The President said

:

'Whatever America hopes to

bring to pass in the world must

first come to pass in the heart

of America.'

"Every thinking American has

to say 'amen' to this. Everyone

must surely agree with President

Eisenhower that, to make our

position and leadership in the

world secure, the bill of rights

must become a living reality in

our country. From my obser-

vation, I an satisfied that the Ad-

ministration is giving true mean-

ing to the President's words."

As one who left the serene

chambers of the Chief Judge of

Maryland, I wonder whether he

finds the hustle and bustle of

life in Washington to his liking.

The Judge replied with a smile

that he likes it very much.

"Working in the Department

with such colleagues as Brownell

and Rogers has its rewarding as-

pects," he remarked. He ex-

plained further: "I do not like

to make comparisons with the

past, but there is now an un-

deniable rise in the ethical
standards in the administration

of justice, more brightness and

greater competence. There is

also a greater improvement in

the caliber of judges appointed

to the Federal bench. It is good
to be a part of all this."

It is common knowledge in

Washington that Simon Sobeloff

has brought new ideas and a

freshness in the understanding of

the philosophy and application of

justice. He is being looked up to

and followed. Some of his ideas

are of a progressive, though not

revolutionary nature. He is ob-

viously imbued with the deep-

rooted Jewish feeling for justice,

charity and mercy. One of Judge

Sobeloff 's advocated reforms has

already been put on the program

for realization by Attorney Gen-

eral Brownell. It deals with the

law which leaves entirely to the

unreviewable discretion of the

trial judge the matter of sentenc-

ing of a defendant. Sobeloff put

it this way:

"It has been very impressive

to me that the law is so solicitous

of the defendant in safeguarding

his rights at every stage of the

trial before verdict and yet leaves

him almost completely without

protection when he stands be-

fore the judge to be sentenced."

The number of years a defend-

ant is sentenced to spend in pris-

on in most cases is not, as it

should be, specifically prescribed

by law. It is up to the judge to

fix within prescribed limits the

length of punishment. There is

in the Federal System no ap-

peal to a higher court on grounds

that the sentence was too severe.

Judge Sobeloff mentioned a

case where a youth was sentenced

to serve one hundred and forty

years for an evening of holdup

due to accumulation of counts

in the indictment. Sobeloff con-

siders this basically wrong. He
believes it is too much to give to

one man, the power over the life

or freedom of another human
being without recourse to an ap-

peal to a higher court where
more than one judge or at least
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another judge may review the

case to decide whether sentence

was justified. At present, appeals

can be made only on grounds of

technicalities, to safeguard the

rights of defendants to a fair

trial, but the fact is, as he pointed

out, that the trial may be fair

enough yet the sentence may be

unjust.

The Solicitor General proposed

that the law be amended to per-

mit an appeal to a higher court

also on the grounds that a sen-

tence is too severe. Attorney

General Brownell agrees with

him and plans to initiate proper

legislation.

The Jewish public is appre-

ciatively aware of Judge Sobe-

loff's long standing and earnest

association with Jewish commun-
al life. Unlike many other

prominent Jewish personalities,

he did not limit his activities to

philanthropic institutions. Sobel-

off concentrated his interest
more on cultural, educational and

political aspects of Jewish life.

He was President of the Board of

Jewish Education in Baltimore

and a Director of the National

Association of Jewish Education.

He was President of the Balti-

more Jewish Council and Nation-

al Vice President of the Ameri-

can Jewish Congress. He is a life-

long Zionist and a board member
of the Zionist Organization of

America.

Sobeloff's Jewish background,

spiritual and cultural, has

definitely shaped his thinking

and ethical aproach to public life.

Characteristics of this is his wont

to quote the Bible. Recently, to

illustrate the importance of re-

petition in teaching the tenets of

good citizenship, he concluded a

speech in Washington with these

remarks

:

"Those of us who are in

government, those who make a

career of education and those

who are active in civic endeavors,

appreciate the deep psychological

wisdom embodied in the biblical

injuction for the teaching of the

Law. It may without irreverence

be applied to the teachings of

our Constitution : And these
words, which I command thee

this day, shall be in thine heart:

And thou shalt teach them dili-

gently unto thy children, and

thou shalt talk of them when
thou sittest in thine house, and

when thou walkest by the way,

and when thou liest down, and

when thou risest up. And thou

shalt bind them for a sign upon
thine hand, and they shall be as

frontlets between thine eyes. And
thou shalt write them upon the

posts of thy house, and on thy

gates.'
"

Algemeine veitung des Juden-

tums on American soil for Ger-

man speaking residents and im-

migrants coming in by the

droves. The paper displayed the

solid learning and literary stand-

ards of Europe and, in a milieu

of orthodoxy, it carried only the

writings of radical reformers.

Neither the time, place, nor the

few readers were ripe for such

a publication; Israel's Herold

ceased after 12 issues. Bush left

New York to join his relatives

in the Missouri hinterland.

On reaching St. Louis, Bush

together with his brother-in-law

opened a general store that op-

erated with moderate success for

six years. Acquiring 100 acres,

which he named Bushberg, he

planted grapes and became an

authority on viticulture. His cat-

alog, translated in several lang-

uages, had circulation in foreign

lands. Engaging in real estate

and banking, he became presi-

dent of Peoples Savings Institu-

tion. General freight and passen-

ger agent for a railroad, he suc-

ceeded in life insurance as an
actuary figuring risks, rates, and
premiums. Interested in a wine
and liquor business, he also

served as president of the Me-
chanics Saving Institution. Such
a variety of occupations and en-

terprises for a man of Bush's

abilities reflect the troubled con-

ditions in a sparsely settled state

torn with Civil War Strife.

On the other hand, Isidor

Bush's deeper interests lay pri-

marily in books, journalism, and
public events. The logical out-

come of revolutionary striving

for greater freedom leads to full-

er participation in civic and po-

litical affairs. To Bush, public

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service had the force of a relig-

ious obligation. Elected to the

City Council, he also served on

the Board of Education. Possess-

ing a knowledge of finance, he

worked out a scheme for the Fed-

eral Government to raise a pop-

ular war loan of $100,000,000

and submited the plan to the

Secretary of the Treasury. Solo-

mon P. Chase thought well of the

idea but did not believe that

Congress would adopt it. As a

mark of approval, Chase offered

Bush a position in the Treasury

Department. After the War of

Secession a Board of Immigration

of the State of Missouri was
formed to "repair as readily as

possible the losses of population

sustained through the desolation

of war." Bush served as its sec-

retary free of compensation for

12 years. He advocated a liberal

policy to attract immigrants, who
would create wealth and increase

the population. Evidently the

plan succeeded for in 12 years

the voters increased over 340

per cent. When Bush resigned

the Board ceased functioning.

But his most significant impact

was felt in the abolition of slav-

ery. Missouri had been a slave

since Henry Clay effected the

famous 1820 compromise. The
slave owners, eager to join the

Confederacy, persuaded the leg-

islature to call a convention to

consider secession. The opposi-

tion organized a Union Party to

counteract the secessionists, and
selected a slate of 15 candidates,

known for their loyalty to the

Federal government. Isidor Bush
was elected on this ticket. The
Union Party gained control of

the convention. Widely known
as an abolitionist and a firm be-

liever in preserving the Union,

he stood high in the confidence

of his party. Somewhat sensitive

about his German accent, he did

not push himself forward, altho

his speeches were second to none
in that capable assembly, which
took charge of state affairs, de-

posed the governor, the Secre-

tary of State, and discharged the

legislature.

After Lincoln's Proclamation,

the convention met again to con-

sider emancipating the slaves.

A special committee of nine, one

from each congressional district,

was selected to study the ques-

tion and bring in recommenda-
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tions. Bush, one of the nine,

found himself in sharp disagree-

ment with the majority who wish-

ed to put off emancipation for

the future. Alone, he filed the

minority report, urging immed-
iate freedom and the stoppage

of selling slaves. In a stirring

speech to the plenary sessiou,

he cried: "Slavery demoralizes,

slavery fanaticism blinds you. It

has arrayed brother against

brother, son against father. It

has destroyed God's noblest work

—a free people." The conven-

tion passed a resolution putting

off the emancipation until July

4th 1870.

But events moved rapidly. Lee

surrendered and Lincoln was
martyred. The radicals now in

control called a constitutional

convention to bring Missouri up
to date. Bush, elected a delegate,

received special recognition when
apointed on the committee of

three to take charge of arrange-

ments for the convention. The
assembly quickly adopted the

emancipation ordinance, thus

justifying completely the stand

Bush took two years earlier. Yet

he was again in the opposition

minority. Out of sympathy with

the narrow, revengeful spirit of

the victors drunk with power,

he opposed restricting the citi-

zenship rights of former southern

sympathisers, or disfranchising

those who fought for the Con-

federacy. He was one of the 13

who refused to sign the consti-

tution. A decade later a new con-

stitution repudiated the instru-

ment of 1865 and vindicated

Bush's intransigence.

An accident in childhood from
a fire rendered Bush unfit for

military service. But during the

war he served as a civilian sec-

retary to Gen. John C. Fremont.

In his Remiscences, Isaac Wise
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complains of Bush's aloofness

from Jewish affairs. The Rabbi
expected a closer participation

from the abolitionist and hu-

manitarian who had absorbed
Jewish tradition in its European
setting. To Wise the secular out-

look was no great rift with Re-
form Judaism that had broken
the hard shell of excessive re-

ligiosity. Isidor Bush did assist

in forming the first synagogue
in St. Louis, yet stressed phi-

lanthropy rather than faith. He
labored tirelessly establishing the

Cleveland Jewish Orphan Asy-
lum. To the end of his days he

was prominently identified with

the Independent Order of the

B'nai B'rith.

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A Traditional Rabbi Views The New Kesuba
Concluded From Page 15

further drift from time-honored

Jewish customs and observances

which have served to unite our

people for these many genera-

tons? As one of the Conservative

leaders was told many years ago,

"What know thee of Halacha, get

thee back to Aggadah (leg-

ends)."

Another item to be considered

is that the terms in the new ke-

suba will be enforced, if neces-

sary, by the civil courts. It is of

course very doubtful whether

the courts of law have any juris-

diction over religious contracts.

But, more than that, if enforced

by civil courts, the new kesuba

will give the courts power to de-

cide in religious matters, a power
which is not favored by any dem-
ocratic loving peoples. Should

the courts be permitted to judge

the validity of religious docu-

ments, then religious groups, in

general, will begin losing some
of their prestige and standing. If

the Conservative Rabbinate were
so concerned with the well being

of both husband and wife, why
could they not have drawn up
legal agreements rather than

tamper- with the universally ac-

cepted, traditional kesuba?

And, from the point of view of

both bride and groom, is it not

psychologically unsound and of-

fensive to confront young cou-

ples, standing on the threshold

of marital bliss, with the prob-

lem of divorce and compliance

to decisions and settlements

which may be imposed by the

'religious court'? A young couple
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should be impressed with the

happier aspects of the marriage.

They must be instructed to uti-

lize whatever instruments at

their command to cement their

relationships. They must be

taught that the ship of matri-

mony must sail smoothly and

never flounder to the divorce

courts. Instead of this, the new
kesuba is jarring to both bride

and groom and kindles in their

minds the disturbances to nup-

tial happiness.

The new kesuba intends, as one

of its prime functions, to grant

the woman the right to initiate

divorce proceedings against her

husband, and thereby strengthen

her position with regard to di-

vorce. It must be remembered
that according to halacha, a wo-

man cannot be divorced without

her consent. It is apparent now,

paradoxically, that this may not

be the case according to the con-

servative method. For, if a man
institutes divorce proceedings,

and although the woman does

not consent to the divorce, she

may yet be separated from her

husband if the religious court so

decides. Thus, the proposed

change in text, under the above

mentioned circumstances, abol-

ishes the traditional need for a

woman's consent in case of di-

vorce.

It has been said thet kesuba is

the work of "
. . . probably the

greatest living authority in the

field of Talmud and Talmudic
literature today." He must know
then that one individual cannot

change existing laws, but must
rather follow the pattern of the

Talmud, as discussed by my
colleague, Rabbi William Gold,

in the February issue of this

publication.

Traditional Jewry has con-

stantly upheld the dignity of both

bride and groom. It has provided

for each other's welfare. It has

ways and means of dissolving

marriage in the interest of all

concerned. But, like all Jewish

law, it must be learned, and
studied, and never circumvented

nor neglected for the sake of

convenience or popularity.

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HENRIETTA SZOLD--1860-1945
By Rose G. Jacobs

Jewish communities throuhout the world are currently observing the tenth
anniversary of the death of Henrietta Szold, founder of Hadassah and one of
America's greatest Jewish leaders. Miss Szold's contribution to the American
Jewish community, as well as to Israel, are already part of the Jewish history.
The author of the following article, Mrs. Jacobs, was one of the original
group that established Hadassah in 1912, and served four terms as president
of the organization between 1931 and 1938. The article appeared originally
in the Hadassah Newsletter.—The Editor.

Ten years after her death, in

recreating her personality, those

who knew the living Henrietta

Szol^J will guage her anew. They
will come to the conclusion that

the enduring qualities of her

character are bound to establish

her immortality.

Hers was a long life, but she

never grew old. Her early years

under parental influences — she

was the eldest of eight daugh-

ters of Rabbi and Mrs. Benjamin
Szold of Baltimore — laid the

foundation for growth that con-

tinued to the end of her days.

Henrietta Szold's life symbol-

ized an ancient Jewish idealism,

implemented by American prag-

matism and the practical knowl-

edge that fosters social better-

ment. These traits were brought

together by circumstances of

lineage and training, for Hen-
rietta Szold was born to a Jew-

ish home where fine Jewish

ideals and practices prevailed

and she had the benefit of an
American schooling and the in-

vigorating influences of the

American environment.

I have been interested to note

how many people are uninformed

as to Hillel's financial structure.

And because, on so many occa-

sions there have been inquiries

with respect to this subject, it

would probably be wise to clarify

it.

All funds received by your

Director for Hillel Program and

maintenance in North Carolina

come from our National B'nai

B'rith Hillel Foundation Office

in New York City. Bui, as you

will note later, a portion of the

money originates in North Caro-

lina.

To begin with, a budget is sub-

mitted by your Director to the

Hillel Commission, through the

National Hillel Office, based

upon the financial eperience of

the current school yeai, and the

anticipated needs of the coming

year. After careful scrutiny by

the Commission, the amounts re-

quested in the various categories

of program and maintenance

may be allowed or disallowed as

the case may be.

The category of maintenance

includes all form of building up-

keep. However, some items of cin

unusual nature, may be>—and

frequently are—taken care of by

the North Carolina Hillel Corpo-

ration. This body is a sort of

"Holding Corporation" whose re-

sponsibility has to do with the

Hillel House in Chapel Hill, and

the Directors residence. The
Corporation comprises personnel

appointed by each B'nai B'rith

Lodge in North Carolina; in ad-

dition there are certain members-

at-large.

The N. C. Hillel Corporation

gives $1500.00 per year toward

the upkeep of Hillel House. This

amount is channeled through the

National Hillel Office, which for-

wards it to your Director as part

of the bi-weekly Program and

maintenance checks.

While the total amount of the

Maintenance grant goes toward

Hillel House upkeep, the Pro-

gram grant goes not only to

Chapel Hill, but to Duke, Wom-
an's College, and State College,

Hillel, as well. It is the Director's

administrative responsibility to

provide for basic needs of all

four campuses. Actually, there

is never enough money to carry

out the kind of programming

which we would like to have,

since program personnel with

Jewish cultural competence live

The Perfect Funeral Sermon

Excuse me, please, for bring-

ing the matter up, but I've just

been reading a certain funeral

sermon and that's hot started

me on this. In the course of my
rather long life I've had to listen

to a lot of funeral sermons by
rabbis and by Christian minis-

ters.

Hearing these has brought me
around to recommend the Epis-

copalian way of burying the dead,

without praises. The Episcopal

At times, listening to a funeral

oration, I scarcely recognize the

guy for whom it is intended. I

knew him better than the rabbi

or the Christian pastor could.

The preacher—Jew or Christian

—causes him to look like a fault-

less fellow; though, in fact, the

officiating clergyman scarcely

knew him.

Sure enough, this dead man
had his merits which I respected,

but he had his sins, as well; the

preacher, like his undertaker,

was trying to make him look

better dead even than he did

when he was living.

I recall one funeral in particu-

lar. The rabbi who never even

had heard of the man he was
burying had come to me: "Tell

me, Segal, what you know of him.

What can I say about him?"

I replied, Why not try saying

nothing for once.

The rabbi protested, "But the

man's family expects me to say

something beyond the usual

prayers."

So I said, Well, rabbi, there

was good as well as bad in this

man's life. But if you paint him

all good, as preachers charitably

like to, some of the people at

the funeral will start thinking of

all the bad they knew about him

. . "Yeah," they will be think-

ing, "you'd think he was a great,

good man, the way the rabbi

talks. Did he ever give a nickel

for charity? And that sort of

secret thinking isn't of any good

to the dead man's memory and

he lying there helpless. Rabbi,

better say nothing."

So the rabbi was content to de-

rive his funerary eloquence out

of Scripture—the Biblical verses

that tell what life's all about and

the Kaddish.

Well, all that brings me back

to the funeral sermon that

prompted these meditations; I've

the sermon of Rabbi Julius Mark
of New York's Emanu-El at the

recent funeral of the late and

unlamented Serge Rubinstein; I

found it in the New York Times.

I have been meeting a lot of

Jews who feel distressed on ac-

count of Rubinstein getting all

that prominence because of the

mystery of his death and the no-

good way of his life. They are

worried about the foul thinking

of those people who like to pin

the sins of a worthless Jew on

all of us.

What I liked in Rabbi Mark's

sermon is that he gave the whole

truth about Rubinstein, yet with

pity. For once a funeral sermon
was completely honest. To speak

on Rubinstein at his funeral must
have been an agonizing job that

called for a rabbi's frank confes-

sion on what he really thought

of the life he was sending off to

wherever it was going. Rabbi

Mark adequately met the painful

test.

I quote his sermon rather fully

because it was sparsely, if at all,

reported in the press outside

New York City. Rabbi Mark said

:

"There is little to be said on this

tragic occasion to voice our hor-

ror over a murder committed in

cold blood . . and to express the

deepest pity in our hearts over

brilliant talents wasted and a life

that might have been useful,

blasted. Oh, the wasted hours of

life that have drifted by! Oh,

the good that might have been!

"The word 'paradox' best de-

scribes the strangely complex,

ambitious and unquestioned phy-

chopathic personality of Serge

Rubinstein. He possessed a bril-

liant mind but was utterly lack-

ing in wisdom. He had a genius

for acquiring wealth, yet never

learned the simple lesson that

money is a good servant, but a

harsh master.

"He was a frustrated man,
because he wanted friends but

never had them, since he never

seemed to realize that to have
friends one must be a friend.

"He wanted security, a natur-

al desire, but lacked what is more
important—inner security . . .

He feared death, because in his

heart here was no faith."

Then Rabbi Mark spoke the

pity becoming to all men when
they look at the sorry destiny

of a sinner . . . "And yet, stand-

ing here before his lifeless form,

there is no condemnation in my
heart—nor should there be in

yours—but only pity for a man
who was his own worst enemy,
a man whose intellectual endow-
ments promised so much, but

whose deficiency in moral fibre

proved his undoing . . . Ts not

their tent cord plucked up with-

in them? They die, and that

without wisdom.' "

Yet, looking at Serge Rubin-

stein in all his evil, the rabbi

could find some good in him
like one neat garment found un-

der dirty rags . . . "There was a

side of Serge Rubinstein's char-

acter that is known only to his

family and a favored few" . .

The rabbi told of the man's kind-

ness to troubled members of his

family, of generosities for refu-

gees he helped . . . "There are

many beneficiaries of his gene-

rosities who speak of him as

kind and good . . . His beloved

and adoring mother ... we pray

that she may find comfort in

the thought that her gifted, im-

petuous and restless son now
rests in peace."

Were I in the funeral home at

the moment, I could have ap-

plauded Rabbi Mark for a funer-

al sermon that gave the truth

about the whole man—first of

its kind, I guess. I commend it

to ministers of all faiths. Either

an honest likeness of the dead

man or no sermon at all.

Naturally, after all this, one

comes to think of what's going

to be said at his funeral. Well,

I conscientiously hope that at

my own funeral, the officiating

rabbi will give the whole truth

about me in his funeral sermon.

(My wife can tell him all about

me. The way I'm always dropping

tobacco ashes all over the car-

pets! She knows me well.) It's

really becoming that in his final

moment on earth the complete

and untouched portrait of a man
be presented. But maybe it would

be better still if the officiating

rabbi said nothing at all at my
funeral.

FROM PIN-BOY TO KING-PIN
By Jack Node!

Mr. Nadel, whose nearly 50 years of consecutive service with the 92nd St.

YM-YWHA, oldest existing Jewish Community Center, make him the dean of
active Center workers recalls in these reminiscences, written on the occasion
of the American Jewish Tercentenary exclusively for The Amrican Jewish
Times Outlook, some of the striking changes in the status, character, program
and service he has witnessed in the Center movement since he became a part
of it in 1906 — The Editor.

The coincidence of the end of

the first three centuries of

American Jewish life and the

beginning of the second century

of the Jewish Community Center

movement in America is more

man an accidental circumstance,

in me growtn ana aeveiopment of

American Jewry the Center

movement has been a decisive

force, in my own life time of

association with this movement

I have seen striking changes in;

Jewish life and in me role, char-

acter, service and program of the

Jewish Community Center. If the

achievements of tne past are any

criterion, it can safely be pre-

dicted tnat in the fourth century

of American Jewery the Jewisn

Community Center will be an

even more significant factor.

It does noi seem possible thai

almost 50 years have passed since

I first came to the 92nd Street

YMHA, determined to read every

one of the many Horatio Alger

books in its library. In the

months that followed, I became

acquainted with other boys who
frequented the building and dis-

covered most of us had much in

common. We were immigrants

ourselves or children of immi-

grants not long in the United

States. The escape from poverty

and persecution in Europe had

left a deep scar upon our parents

and we, their children, carried

the marks of their trials, albeit

unconsciously. The term "immi-

grant" was as common then as

the word "refugee" during Hir.-

ler's regime.

The Y was a place for young

men only, hence the name Young'

Men's Hebrew Association. The

theory was that only the youth

of the community could be

served advantageously because,

"the youth of today is the man
of tomorrow." The Y existed to

build "character above all," and

only the young men were sus-

ceptible to this influence. Ju-

venile delinquency was unknown

but the Y existed " to keep the'

kids off the streets and out of the

pool rooms." Looking back, it

never entered our heads to visit

the pool rooms because, if for no

other reason, we didn't have the

money. Actually, we were too

close, directly or through our

parents, to the life and times

when organized recreation was a

luxury which we dared not con-

template.

Our education ended when we
were old enough to work, and

some of us worked after school

at a very early age. There were

no child labor laws in those days

and I, too, began my working

career at the age of 13 when I

became a pin boy in the Y bowl-

ing alleys after school and on

Sunday at a munificent salary of

$3.50 a week.

The Y was a haven for boys

and young men who needed an

outlet for their energies, for

friendship and for education in

a broad sense. They wanted to be

good Americans and to learn how
to go about it. There were so-

called Americanization classes

of all kinds, including English

for new arrivals, civics, history

and commercial courses. People

worked in the daytime and stud-

ied at night. A new generation of

Americans was preparing to take

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its place in the affairs of our

city, state and nation.

The recreational activities in

the Y at 92nd Street consisted

of a gymnasium, a game room,

bowling alleys, and carefully pre-

scribed entertainment of a cul-

tural nature. Dancing was permit-

ted twice a year, under the most

careful scrutiny of the adminis-

tration. The latter followed a

minstrel show or strawberry fes-

tival which constituted the great

events of the year. Long after

modern dances were introduced

in New York, the Y continued

to permit only the waltz and the

two-step. The shades of the past

must look with horror upon the

present program when dances

are held daily and three times on

Sunday.

The activities which gave life

to the organization grew out of

the club program. Then, as now,

qualities of leadership were rec-

ognized and development was

encouraged. However, there were

no professional leaders and su-

pervisors, such as we deem essen-

tial today. The advisors were all

volunteers, and many men high

in the affairs of the Jewish com-

munity today remind us of the

days when they were unpaid

leaders in the Y, the Educational

Alliance and similar Centers in

other communities which date

back for half a century or more.

We have not resolved the

philosophical conflict, which has

been raging for years, of paid

versus volunteer leaders in our

organizations. Having dealt with

both for so many years, I do not

hesitate to say that there is room

for both. The philosophy favors

the professional worker, but in

practice, a sincere and capable

volunteer can leave a fruitful

and lasting influence.

The activities of our clubs in

the early days differed greatly

from those we have today. Rec-

reation for young people involved

a more serious program than

exists at present. We had no

movies, radio or television to

distract us, and our diversions

were more limited and concen-

trated. Most clubs were known

as "literary" societies, although

social and athletic interests were

also included. But the absence

of diverting entertainment kept

the groups together day after

day, instead of on one or two

days only, and there was time to

prepare for many activities which

reflected their interests. Impor-

tant among them were debating,

dramatic recitations, essay writ-

ing and other literary programs

which have disappeared. Inter-

association contests of this nature

were important and exciting

events, and while athletic com-

petition also took place, the latter

is all that remains today.

To stimulate closer relation-

ships between the YMHAs and

similar organizations throughout

the country, the National Council

of YMHA and kindred Associa-

tions was formed in 1913. A
meeting of representatives from

many cities met in the 92nd

Street Y, following an invitation

bidding personality. But Hen-

rietta Szold — though firm and

a demanding taskmaster for her-

self and her colleagues — was

nevertheless tender and consid-

erate, with more than a gener-

ous share of the milk of human
kindness.

Henrietta Szold held no col-

lege degrees, except an honorary

degree from the Jewish Institute

of Religion and another from

Boston University bestowed upon

her shortly beforerher death. She

wrote no books on education. Yet

her influence on Jewish educa-

tion is widespread and deeply

felt. To understand this, one

must survey her activities, ex-

amine their educational aspects,

as well as include her personal

pattern of behavior as an exemp-

lary factor in her contribution to

Jewish education. It must be

stated, however, that Jewish

education as she understood it

was not of the narrow parochial'

variety. She was a spiritual guide

to human, ethical conduct for

anyone of any faith or denomina-

tion, not in the sense of being a

missionary, but through precept

manifested by her own personal

code of conduct.

In the 1880's, Miss Szold wrote

a column in the Jewish Messen-

ger under the pen name of "Shul-

amith." Quotations gleaned from
her attitude on the prevailing

state of affairs in the Jewish life

of that period. "The extensive

fields of Hebrew lore, philoso-

phy, poetry," she wrote, "and the

noble language in which it is

expressed, all have been allowed

to remain barren." This, of

course, was meant as a rebuke
to American Jews for neglecting

their rich heritage.

On January 26, 1896, a year

before Theodor Herzl had called

the first Zionist Congress in

Basle, Henrietta Szold addressed

the Baltimore Section of the Na
tional Council of Jewish Women
on "A Century of Jewish

Thought," in which she evaluated

Zionism and accepted the ap-

proach as the answer to the query
of what constitutes a modern
Jew.

Miss Szold was the architect

of Hadassah in America. Her
blueprint furnished a sound
foundation upon which a very

large structure could be built and
enlarged for the foreseeable fu-

ture. The organization was start-

ed with a handful of members;
it now counts three hundred
thousand. But the original plan

has remained essentially the

basis of its function these forty-

three years. Her approach was
always educational. The mechan-

ics and techniques were subord-

inate to the spiritual base. The
meetings of the organization

were not merely business ses-

sions; they were devoted to an

exchange of ideas and the sup-

plying of background that made
for educational experience.

To Miss Szold, organization

was not merely an instrument to

promote schemes, nor was, it a

propaganda too. It meant de-

veloping relationships, genuine

comradeship among kindred

spirits, recognition of the dignity

and worth of all who labored in

the vineyard, however lowly

their rank. Hadassah meant in-

spiration to the tends of thous-

ands of its members influencing

Jewish life in the home and the

community.

At the age of 60, when most

people retire from active life,

Miss Szold started a new career

in the old-new land of Palestine.

Though an indefatigable worker,

she was never fully aware of the

extraordinary reserve of strength

and endurance with which she

was blessed. When she came to

Palestine, she meant to stay for

a while, do the Hadassah job,

and then slowly ease up on her

duties. But her very presence

invited new tasks. People came

to her with their problems. She

was asked to help solve them.

She could not very well refuse,

particularly when these prob-

lems touched upon her own work.

She would become interested,

take a hand — quite unpremedi-

tatedly — would find herself in

the very midst of new tasks re-

quiring extraordinary efforts.

Thus, while in Palestine, she

came to participate in many ac-

tivities, embracing health, edu-

cation, social service, Youth

Aliyah; and to all of them she

brought her rare gifts and her

exemplary devotion.

In education, she strove to

bring about administrative unifi-

cation of school systems which

operated along party lines — a

unification only now on the way

to fulfillment. In social service,

she introduced modern progres-

sive practices, and this in a com-

munity wSich had spurned the

thought of philanthropy, and

which had to be directed to a

recognition of the fundamental

importance of organized commu-
nity services. Her work involved

winning over public bodies for

cooperation, awakening public

opinion to the urgency of proper

organization, training social

workers, creating a professional

school, establishing a creditable

library. In the end she turned

over to the Vaad Leumi (Jewish

governing body in Palestine) a

complete department comparable

in importance to a health de-

partment.

An outstanding contribution

made by Miss Szold was her

achievement in the organization

of the Histadruth Nashim Ivriot

— the Jewish Women's Organi-

zation of Palestine — for social

service and the training of a

body of volunteers.

It took courage and vision to

bring into the open the prob-

lem of juvenile delinquency. Miss

Szold forced the Yishuv (the

Jewish community), which was
loathe to acknowledge even the

existence of the problem, to

meet it in a forthright manner.
A boys' settlement bears witness

to Miss Szold's constructive

handling of delinquency. Seventy

five boys were accommodated
there, and the program of agri-

cultural and manual training was
patterned on the most modern
and progressive methods known.

Youth Aliyah is linked with

Miss Szold's name in the same
measure as is Hadassah. Al-

though not the founder of the

movement, she made it what it

is. Her deep feeling for the chil-

dren who came from the Nazi
countries to Europe to find a
home in Palestine, her educa-

tional approach in establishing

them, her personal contact and
the responsibility she took for

each and every one of them made
Youth Aliyah a work of rescue

not in the physical sense alone,

but in a profoundly spiritual

sense.

And just as the problem child

did not escape her attention, so

too the exceptionally gifted and
promising child did not go un-

noticed. It is no exaggeration to

say that the thousands of young
people saved from the Hitler

holocaust through Youth Aliyah

have been rescued from physi-

cal and moral degradation and
placed on the path of dignity

and strength. There is no pre-

cedent for the pattern she es-

tablished for the rescue and re-

generation of these young immi-
grants.

Referring to the Youth Aliyah

project she wrote to a friend:

"There is not a vestige of self-

esteem in my agreement with

your judgment that Youth Ali-

yah is the best thing in the*,vay

of public work which, impressive

as Youth Aliyah is, made me feel

that I am an instrument in the

hands of a higher power . .
."

Miss Szold's last bequest to

the community in Palestine and

to the Jewish people was Lemaan

Hayeled Vehanoar (For the Sake

of the Child and Youth), now
familiar as Mosad Szold — the

Henrietta Szold Foundation —
which is rapidly becoming the

Children's Bureau for the en-

tire country. Adapting a program

in use in Switzerland, she worked

out an all-inclusive plan for the

children in Palestine to safe-

guard their health, education and

other rightful needs. The fund

for its establishment was made

up of gifts contributed by Had
assah, and personal friends, later

supplemented by the Jewish

Agency, the Vaad Leumi and

Hadassah.

In 1921, when the question

arose as to whether to advise

Miss Szold to return to America

during a crisis in Hadassah,

Justice Louis D. Brandels helped

make the decision by saying:

"Miss Szold's presence in Pales-

tine is important. It does not

matter in which particular ac-

tivity she is engaged. It is her

character which she brings to

whatever she does that is her

contribution to Palestine." A
friend summarized for me Miss

Szold's relation to her many
works, "She took chaos into her

hands and it became order."

Henrietta Szold's life was full

and fruitful to an extraordinary

degree. She was richly endowed
with personality, with a quiet

charm, with dignity, modesty

and intelligence. On meeting her,

one sensed at once the quality

of greatness. She had a mind that

could grasp big ideas and apply

itself as well to minute details,

a mind that was scholarly yet

eminently practical. In language

she was a purist. She spoke Eng-

lish, German, French and He-

brew, and expressed herself with

grace. Her heart as well as her

mind penetrated to the cares of

the individual. This ability to

identify herself with those who
needed her made her a person

of rare wisdom and insight. Her

compelling drive was always

"The work is great and the time

is short."

She never tried to impose her

views on others. She could see

more than one side of a situa-

tion and used to say repeatedly,

"I can only analyze it and then

leave it to you to act."

In Henrietta Szold, the road

from Maryland to Judea, cover-

ing the period from 1860 to 1945,

marked a happy synthesis of

East and West. She exemplified

what was best in the Jewish tra-

ditions and the flowering Ameri-

can ideals — the stuff of her

moral fibre which radiates the

light of her rare personality

against the murk of the Jewish

tragedy of modern times.

Through Henrietta Szold was

clearly manifested the adapta-

bility and pliability still left to

an ancient people, ready to fol-

low the West in the best it has to

offer, without forfeiting its own
deeply ingrained idealism.

wrote and otherwise expressed his views on current affairs in

Israel.

In accepting the post of Minister of Defense in the State gov-
ernment there is of course, speculation as to whether he plans

to use this office as a stepping stone to the premiership. No one
can answer that question except Mr. Ben Gurion himself.

It is felt by those close to the situation that if the former

premier expresses the desire to become again the leader of the

government, the present Premier, Moshe Sharrett, would not

stand in his way. There is, however, no feeling of assurance

that Mr. Ben Gurion would be able to take over automatically.

While the purposes

were quickly agreed upon, much
time was devoted to an accept-

able title. The late Louis Marshall

finally suggested the name by

which it was known until 1921.

The latter became he first presi-

dent of the Council, which was
the first permanent national body
of YMHAs.

During the first World War,
the enlistment of the young men
who largely constituted the mem-
bership of the Ys, created a new
activity which was related to

the men in service. A program
was developed which was geared

to their needs, included food,

lodging and social events, as well

as the use of all facilities for-

merly available to the member-
ship. A serviceman on leave

could spend as much time as ha
wished enjoying dancing, ath-

letics, refreshment and the com-
panionship of pleasant and eager

hostesses. When the men could

not leave camp, committees
called upon them bringing enter-

tainment and home made foods.

Simultaneously, a new organi-

zation was formed to serve the

over-all needs of the men and
women in service and to co-relate

the activities of the many
agencies which were serving on
a local basis. Here again, it was

difficult to find a name agree-

able to all the agencies which

were represented at its forma-

tion. It was finally agreed to

adopt "Jewish Board for Welfare

Work," later shortened to the

"Jewish Welfare Board". This

organization became part of the

United War Work Campaign, in

which seven great national or-

ganizations united for the kind

of religious and welfare work for

servicemen that won the official

recognition of the United Staes

Government. Its success in World
War I led to the creation of the

USO in World War II.

After the first World War, the

Jewish Welfare Board concerned

itself chiefly with the needs of

those who remained in service

and those who were confined to

army hospitals. When the need

for this work lessened, new ac-

tivities were explored. Since

relationship between the Jewish

Welfare Board and the Ys had

been very close during the war
and because the Council of

YMHA and Kindred Associations

did not have sufficient funds to

fulfill all of its intended pur-

poses, a merger of the two or-

ganizations was effected in 1921.

The merger meeting also took

place in the 92nd Street Y build-

ing.

I remember Mr. Warburg say-

ing in support of the proposal

that the Council was a nice young
man seeking a desirable mate
and he could think of none bet-

ter than the young lady known
as the Jewish Welfare Board who
was prepared to offer a splendid

dowry. The marriage was and
is a great success.

It was inevitable that as the

Ys grew nationally in strength

and number that their format

should be changed. They were
no longer just young men's or-

ganizations. They were already

serving all ages and both sexes

and soon their activities were
broadened to serve everyone in

the community. Before long the

original name of YMHA no long-

er reflected adequately the pro-

gram which was now in effect.

Gradually, old agencies began
changing their name to Jewish
Community Center and new ones

adopted it from the beginning.

The heating system is modulated

and there is provision for future

air conditioning. The building

is acoustically treated and insu-

lated against weather stresses.

The building is steel and wood
framed with concrete floors cov-

ered with asphalt tiles and carpet

and has maple Gymnasium and

Stage floors. The Synagogue in-

terior including the Ark, Rabbi's

pulpit and Reader's pulpit are

finished in walnut, stained natu-

ral and the pews are walnut. The
walls in the Sanctuary are cream

and white and the acoustical ceil-

ing is warm grey.

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Hillel In North Carolina

Concluded From Page 28

some distance from this area, and

require honorarium and travel-

ing expense beyond our means.

But we maneuver and scheme.

In addition to the Program

and Maintenance check from Na-

tional Hillel, we count upon var-

ious other sources of income.

Hillel House Auditorium is some-

times used by community groups,

and a flat "Reimbursement for

maintenance" fee is charged.

Some of the back-yard parking

area is rented out to a neighbor-

ing fraternity.

Then there are the student af-

filiation or membership fees on

all campuses, the nominal charges

for brunches, suppers, dances,

etc. However, we rarely break

even on this source of income.

Still, of course, we are scarcely

in a position to offer program

and refreshments gratis.

As you can see, we are scarce-

ly living "high." A rough break-

down analysis of our costs indi-

cate that, all campuses taken to-

gether, program expense runs to

about $50.00 per student per

year. This item includes Travel

expense between campuses, lead-

ership institutes, Social activities,

Books, Religious and Interfaith

activities. Cultural programs, etc.

Shavuous—Feast of Weeks

It is generally accepted that the festival of Shavuous, as is

the case with many others of our holidays, goes back to pre-his-

toric times, even before the Exodus from Egypt, commemora-
ted in the Passover celebration just observed. It was probably
an early harvest festival, celebrated by the ancient peoples of the

Near and Middle East.

Shavuous—meaning "weeks", gets its name from the fact

that it occurs seven weeks after Passover. In ancient days—and
even to-day among some of the Orthodox—it commemorates
the "omer", or crop gift—a free-will offering to the Lord, as

fruits of garden and orchard became ripe.

After the destruction of the Temple, Shavuous took on a new
significance. It became associated with the receiving of the
Torah—the Ten Commandments, and today that significance is

coupled with the ceremony of Confirmation in the Liberal

synagogue.

Coming at a time when the rigors of winter are passed, al-

though still in our memory, and when the earth is becoming
replete with beauty and productivity, Shavuous is a truly jov-
ous celebration. With so many of our holidays marking trials

and tribulations, it is doublv heart-warming to have an interlude
such as The Feast of Weeks.

A Ibert Einstein

In the passing of Albert Einstein, on April 18 th, the world
lost one of its most brilliant luminaries. The full extent of his

contribution to humanity cannot as yet be measured. It will

take such things as the development of the atom bomb, in the
perfection of which he played such an important role, along
the lines of peaceful use, to give us some appreciation of what
h'.s genius has meant to the world.

Born in Germany in 1879, he became a citizen of the United
States in 1940. While his interests were largely in the field of
science, he was part of the wider world Jewish scene. An inti-

mate of Chaim Weizmann, when offered the job of his succes-
sor as President of the State of Israel, upon Weizmann's death,
with characteristic modesty, he declined.

The many tributes that poured in following the announce-
ment of his death in Princeton, N. J., coming from a wide
variety of sources all over the world, were testimony to the re-

gard in which he was held.

Albert Einstein's loss will be deeply felt, but his memory
will live on to inspire mankind for generations to come.

History Honors People—Not Religions

The American Jewish Tercentenary, terminating this month,
has been interestingly laced with many provocative and thought-
inducing treatises. Among the latest is a discussion of the sub-
ject "Should Jews Urge The Inclusion of Jewish History in

Public School Text-Books?"

To our way of thinking, such "urging" would be both non-
productive and uncalled for.

History, as studied in our public schools, pays attention to

religious groups only incidentally. When an individual is men-
tioned for achievement, it is not because he is a Catholic, a Prot-

estant or a Jew. The sole consideration is not what religious

group a man is affiliated with, but what has he done to merit

mention. Only when a Jew has earned recognition on that basis

has he the right to expect inclusion. To expect that Jewish histo-

ry be included in our public school text-books would be to

allow for like inclusion of Catholicism and Protestanism.

In our colleges, it is a different story. Here, quite properly,

there is room for the inclusion of Jewish history—not as the

history of a religious group, but of a people that has played an

important part in world development.

When a matter is "urged", those doing the urging should be

sure that their position is tenable. In our humble opinion this is

not the case here.

Who's Who In World Jewry

Anyone who embarks on a literary project that involves

names of people can expect controversy. This ranges all the way
from the critic, without any particular axe to grind, who ques-

tions why some names were included, and others excluded, to

the indignant ones who want to know why they were left out.

"Who's Who In World Jewry", recently published by Monde
Publishers of New York, with Harry Schneiderman and Itzhak

I. Carmin as editors, is such a project. And the expected has

happened, just as it was inevitable that it should happen. There

has been criticism.

Our comment on the publication does not concern itself with

this criticism. We see in the opus a valuable piece of work.

Taking two and a half years for completion, containing 898

pages of 10,700 biographies, half of which are of people in this

country, it gives pertinent data on men and women who, in the

judgment of the editors, have made some contribution to Jewish

affairs. We welcome it particularly as a resource of informa-

tion such as we definitely need, and before which we did not

have.

We have nothing but praise for it as a reference work. Its

format, make-up and arrangement leave for us, nothing to be

desired. It will become a most valuable adjunct to our office

library.

The general reception to "Who's Who In World Jewry", as

far as we have been able to note, has been laudatory. It has been

accepted as an authoritatvie work and there has been general

commendation for its format and appearance.

As to the criticism, we will leave that to others who enjov

controversy more than do we. For us it is a most welcome

volume. This opinion is in no way influenced by the fact that

our biography has been included. As a matter of fact, that

would lead us to the side of any critic who might ask the ques-

tion as to why we were included.

We are bold to make some in-

dependent observations on the

anticipated impact of Soviet gov-

ernmental changes on Jews of

the USSR for two reasons. First-

ly, the attiude of rulers towards

their Jewish citizens is usually

a pointer to its wider policies.

To an uncanny degree, the ba-

rometer of national sincerity and

basic morality can be found in

the outlook towards that coun-

try's Jews and the plans by the

supreme powers of the land for

the tolerance for or discrimina-

tion against these Jews. Try that

test in any time or government,

Spain, France, Germany, Eng-

land or USA. It is especially in-

dicative in the instances of dic-

tatorships and oligarchies. There

is a very good prospect, there,

fore, that our inferences may
prove unusually reliable of enig-

matic Russia.

Secondly, we are quite worried

about the troubles and future of

Soviet Jewry. Numerically, they

rank next to American Jews. Two
and a half million Jews live in

Russia shrouded in agonising un-

certainty. Nor are they able to

give expression to their own
frustration and bewilderment.

They remain in recognizable mi-

nority which has been rendered

incommunicado by the iron rule

of Communist Russia. Yet their

known treatment may speak

louder than propagandist views

—and more accurately— in fore-

shadowing the future.

For the purpose of clarification

we appraise separately and suc-

cessively the known or largely

certain trends and traits of Mal-

enkov, Krushchev and Bulganin.

An Estimate of the

Russian Situation Through
Jewish Lenses

Rabbi, B'nai Israel Synagogue, Spartanburg, $ (,

One of the pronounced fea-

tures of Soviet policy under the

Premiership of Malenkov was a

milder and more conciliatory at-

titude to minorities within Rus-

sia in addition to nations without.

The hand of Malenkov was clear-

ly discernable in the sudden and

stern eposure of the "doctors'

plot" fa crude version of rabid

antisemitism; shamelessly brazen

with "confessions" and a wide

campaign against "cosmopoli-

tans" and "Zionists"). When
Malenkov succeeded Stalin, an

abrupt halt was called to the

mounting wave of potent anti-

Jewish feeling which had been

accelerated by the state-sponsor-

ed "doctors' trial" together with

its Czech forerunner, the Slan-

sky trial. This excessive antisem-

itism was particularly alarming

in the Ukraine within Russia,

and in the satellites of Roumania
and Hungary with their veteran

consistent record of prejudice,

riot and massacre as the staple

diet for their Jewries. The release

of the Jewish doctors, the arrest

of high secret police officials so

soon after the death of Stalin

(possible even the initial discred-

iting of Beria, though this is less

certain), all this was a tacit or-

der that there was clear shift in

policy on Malenkov's part and
that, so long as Malenkov was in

the Premiership, antisemitism

would not bear the seal of govern-

mental authority.

Another pointer to Malenkov's

more tolerant outlook towards

Jews was his attitude to Israel.

It was in February '53, shortly be-

fore Stalin's death, that the USSR
severed diplomatic relations with

the State of Israel. A few months
later, in July '53, this diplomatic

breach was healed by Malenkov.

Furthermore, in the joint boycott

by the Great Powers of Jerusa-

lem as the capital of Israel, it

was Russia which was the first

to have its ambassador present

his credentials there, thereby re-

quiring Britain and the USA to

follow suit. Diplomatically, Je-

rusalem has been first acknowl-

edged as distinctly Israeli
through the more liberal policy,

apparently, of Malenkov.

What of Khruschev? As First

Secretary of the Communist Par-

ty's Central Committee, he wields

considerable power. The consen

sus of expert opinion is that he

is the most powerful political

figure in Russia today, and that,

by the elimination of Malenkov

from the premiership, he is the

main directing force of Soviet

rule. Of his general policy and

his hidden intentions we are by

no means clear, except that they

are harder and harsher than

those of Malenkov. But the pic-

ture is ominously illuminated by

the light of Khrushchev's views

on Jews in the USSR.

Notoriously the Ukraine has

the worst record in Russia of anti-

Jewish violence and discrimina-

tion. Khrushchev is a Ukrainian.

During World War II he was the

Secretary General of the Ukrain-

ian Communist Party. When the

Nazis invaded the Ukraine, many
Ukrainians joined with the Ger-

mans in the hounding and mass-

acres of the then large Jewish

minority. It is known that

Khrushchev made no effort to

reduce, discourage or condemn
the extermination of Jews
through Ukrainian collaboration.

During the war, thousands of

Russian Jews swelled the ranks

of the partisans and rendered

heroic aid in the forests of E.

Poland to the Red Army. After

the defeat of the Nazis Khrush-

chev, who was wholly intimate

with the composition and opera-

tion of these partisan forces, paid

tribute to the different groups

who had battled against the

Nazis. There was only one no-

table omision. Te acknowledged

the help of every smallest con-

tribution. Except the Jews. About

them he was silent, eloquently

silent.

One of the most unambiguous

signs of Soviet antisemitism init-

iated by Stalin was—and is—the

suppresion of Yiddish literature

and culture. This strangulation

of Yiddish as a racial heritage

was prosecuted with singular

thoroughness in Kiev (the

Ukrainian capital) which always

had a large Jewish population.

There can be no doubt that

Khrushchev, in his official capac-

ity—and perhaps with singular

zeal, took a leading part in the

throttling of the Yiddish press

and drama.

It may be safely assumed,

therefore, that Khrushchev has

not the slightest tendencies of

fairness or leniency towards the

Jews on the other side of the Iron

Curtain. Even as we can expect

no mitigation of his harsh poli-

cies towards Jews, so is it beyond

the realm of possibility that

Khrushchev is either by nature

or by disposition a focus of allied

hope for understanding and con-

ciliation.

The attitude of Bulganin to-

wards the West and towards mi-

norities within Russia can be re-

vealed only by the unfolding of

the future. Available evidence is

admittedly flimsy. Those who

By Alfred Segal

WE CONFESS

Rabbi Leonard Rothstein was

speaking up to some of the mem-
bers of his congregation of Tem-

ple Anshe Chesed in Vicksburg,

Miss. Rabbis generally try hard

to be meek men in the pattern

of Moses whose meakness is well

noticed in Scripture. So is Rabbi

Rothstein a meek man but, it

appears, a time came when he

took it upon himself to speak

up to laggards in his congrega-

tion in printed words.

I can well guess that all rabbis

would like to tell 'em off in their

sermons on the Sabbath. The

rabbi looks over the congrega-

tion, and what does he see be-

fore him? Most of the congrega-

tion (and the temple is far less

than half full) are of elderly

ladies and I speak of them with

profoundest respect. Many of

them are there to mourn their

husbands.

The rabbi might say: "Thanks

to you ladies for being with me
here today. Indeed, what would

this service amount to without

you? And I am thankful also to

the several gentlemen who are

present today.

"But where are all the other

gentlemen, and the absent lady

members? Where are Mr. Cohen
and Mr. Levy? Where are Mr.

Joseph and Mr. Jacobs? Where's
Mr. Segal—the one who is al-

ways writing to advise Jews on

how to be good Jews?

"Maybe Segal and the others

feel that on this holy day they

have outside obligations more
important than being in this

synagogue. These gentlemen

seem never to have heard of the

Commandment that sets the day

of rest; they are so busy. How
many more years will it take

them to learn this lesson that

was handed down to them some

4000 years ago?

"Particularly, I must notice

Segal. I wonder what he's doing

this Sabbath morning when he

should be among us performing

one of his spiritual duties as Jew.

Hasn't he been a sort of spokes-

man for Jewish life in our town?

"I remember something ho

wrote long ago. The 5-day week
was being established in indus-

try then and Saturday was be-

coming an off-day like Sunday.

He wrote then that when Satur-

day widely becomes a holiday for

most of the working people, Jews

will be coming back to the syna-

gogue on the Sabbath. And now,

sure enough, Segal every Satur-

day is away from his job on the

Segal today? I look around and

I don't see him here."

This rabbi speaking out of my
imagination brings me back to

Rabbi Rothstein's printed speech

to the delinquents in his congre-

gation. He couldn't speak out to

them in the temple, since they

weren't there; so he addressed

them in the temple bulletin

which, perforce, comes into their

hands by mail.

He captioned his scolding "An

Editorial", and he wrote: "If

you are a regular attendant at

our services, this is not intended

for you. If, however, your at-

tendance has been spasmodic or

worse, then I ask you to consider

carefully what I have to say.

"I have missed you. I have

wondered why you are so lax in

the paramount duty of every

member. Be honest. Are your

excuses valid? Why, with six oth-

er evenings to choose from, must

you select Friday night to at-

tend the movies? Could not that

dinner party have been held on

some other evening than the Sab-

bath? And was that business en-

gagement so pressing or that

function—social or otherwise —
so important that it had to take

precedence over divine worship?

Do you coddle yourself by saying

you are too tired to go to the

temple?

"Why should you attend serv-

ices regularly? For the following

reasons:

1. "Because you owe it to your-

self—you need a weekly remind-

er of your kinship to God and

your duty to Him—and only the

temple can give you that.

2. "Because you owe it to your

children. Your neglect of divine

worship can not but inspire them

with like disrespect for it.

3. "Because you owe it to me,

your rabbi. Empty pews are very

discouraging. I am entitled to

your fullest cooperation. Indeed,

I must have it if I am to dis-

charge my duties as your spirit-

ual leader effectively.

4. "Because you owe it to your

faith. That faith, if it is to live

and not die, must have the loyal-

ty of its every member. And the

first proof of loyalty is devotion

to the House of Prayer.

5. "You are not a Christian

Scientist, therefore, you can not

believe in absent treatment. The

temple calls you. It needs you

and you need it. Won't you an-

swer with Abraham of old, 'Here

am F.

"Leonard Rothstein"

Rabbi Rothstein of Vicksburg

might have been speaking to the

loafers of synagogues all over

the country. His scolding is all

in line with what the prophets

of old used to say to Jews of their

time, except that the prophets

weren't that polite.

Indeed, he might have been ad-

dressing also this loafer Segal

who is of another city. The tem-

ple is only a couple of blocks

from where he lives—a short,

pleasant walk but where's this

Segal on the Sabbath?

I must say he has been only an

occasional Sabbath worshipper

in the temple. Because he doesn't

have to go to work he sleeps late

on Saturday and finds it conven-

ient to say, "Too late for Sab-

bath service. Maybe next week."

Next week he's up again at

9:30 and again he pardons him-

self by saying. "I have just an

hour to get ready for temple

service. Just can't make it. Next
week maybe."

So it goes with Segal on the

Sabbath. Yet, after this confes-

sion, after quoting Rabbi Roth-

stein in full, he'll just go to be

in temple next Saturday, or

otherwise, mark himself as one
who doesn't do as he writes. He
promises to be there on the very

next Sabbath.

In November of 1939 the Evans

Winch received nationwide atten-

tion when LIFE magazine told

the saga of the Barco pipeline.

In that year the Texas and So-

cony-Vacuum oil companies call-

ed on the Evans Clearing Cor-

poration to bring equipment and

crews to Colombia, South Ameri-

ca, and clear an eighty-foot-wide

path from West Barco ridge to

the foot of the Andes, a distance

of about fifty miles through jun-

gles in which there were trees

as high as 300 feet. This strip

was to be utilized for pipelines.

The contract also called for the

clearing of two large airports.

After being unloaded at a

South American port, the equip-

ment fought its way to the job

over tortuous mule trails,

through steaming, snake-infested

jungle. A major portion of the

work was accomplished in the

Tutuka Hole Country where the

terrain could best be described

by using a spotted leopard hide

as a pattern — half land, half

water.

Another unanticipated hazard

was provided by the hostile Moti-

lone Indians who haunted the

trails of the Evans outfit and

used their five-foot sawtooth ar-

rows to kill several of the work-

men. But the job was completed,

and in less than eighteen months

—an epic in the oil industry.

Gloucester, Va., is the home of

the famous Evans Winch. Here

on Route 17 just one and one

half miles south of the village

of Gloucester, the late Al Evans,

inventor of the winch, elected to

establish his factory and head-

quarters, because after years of

strenuous and dangerous living

he found the climate and people

of this serene Tidewater county

to his liking.
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acres of land. A 4,800-foot all-

weather landing strip for air-

planes has been provided for

business men and engineers who
visit the plant. Also there are

a nine-hole golf course and a

pleasant, comfortably furnished

country club, offering an amiable

combination for business and

pleasure. A strip of woodland

occupies one section of the tract,

and here the winch is demon
strated to men who come from

all corners of the world.

An Estimate of the Russian Situation
Concluded From Page 6

have met him and served under

his command affirm he shows

no signs of a friendly disposition

to Jews. Two further clues are

established fact. During the war,

when Bulganin was Political Com-

missar attached to the Baltic

Command and was empowered
by Stalin as the sponsor of the

Polish Liberation Committee, he

vigorously opposed the inclusion

of Jews in the composition of

his committee. After the victor-

ious conclusion of its war-cam-

paigns, the Red Army was purged
of its Jewish officers. This oc-

curred when Marshal Bulganin

was Minister of Defense.

So while Bulganin is an mv
known character in higher poli-

tics and his inner feelings are

wrapped in mystery and uncer-

tainty, this much is clear. Quite

surely he does not represent any

force of mildness in Soviet policy

or any persuasive voice of mode-

ration in the councils of USSR
government.

GENERAL CONCLUSIONS
It is nigh impossible and posi-

tively premature to hazard any

forecasts with any degree of ac-

curacy. Except this. The Russian

shuffle bodes no good either for

world security or for Jewish wel-

fare under the hammer and sic-

kle. During Czarist days our

grandparents had a saying, de-

rived from bitter experience, that

a bad government was always

succeeded by a worse one. We
shall see. ......

you are interested in how Hillel

is managed.

Incidentally, while we are dis-

cussing inter-campus social
events, you may be interested

to know that our first experiment

in inviting Jewish High School

Seniors to a Hillel Dance was

completely successful. If I am not

mistaken, there were even a few

Juniors present. The girls came
from as far away as Asheville,

N. C, and Columbia, S. C.

The moral of my brief report

is of course that our sons and

daughters have what it takes to

do a "job" and to do it well. No
appeals to the Rabbi for assist-

ance or counsel . . . Everything

well in hand, and superbly car-

ried out.

During the month of April

there was exhibited in the N. C.

University Library a very inter-

esting collection of Jewish Ritual

objects, and prints of Jewish

life, by well - known artists.

Among the ritual objects there

were at least two which are very

rarely seen outside a Jewish Mu
seum: a Shabbas Lamp, and a

Wimpel or "Wickelschnur". The
Shabbas Lamp is of the old type

which hung from the ceiling and

which, when filled with oil, would

burn throughout the Shabbos.

Pictures of this type of Lamp
can be seen in old illustrated

books of Minhagim (customs).

The Wimpel or Binder is a

long piece of cloth, usually linen,

I believe, about six inches wide,

and eight feet long, covered with

decorated letters of words wish-

ing the newborn infant the good

things of life, from the Jewish

point of view: "Torah, Chuppah,

Maasim Tovin." (Learning, mar-

riage, good deeds) It was used

as a first swaddling cloth, and,

at Bar Mitzvah, as a binder for

the Torah.

It occurred to us that some of

our readers might be interested

in what might be called for want

of a better term "Garnishings".

Here are some that may prove

helpful.

CROUTONS
Cut stale bread into cubes,

place in pan and brown in the

oven; or butter the bread, cut

into cubes and then brown the

same way. Fry small cubes of

stale bread in deep hot fat until

brown or fry them in a little

butter or fat in a hot spider until

brown.

PFARVEL OR GRATED EGG
FOR SOUP

Into the yolk of one egg stir

enough flour until it is too stiff to

work. Grate on coarse grater, and

spread on board to dry. After

soup is strained, put in and boil

ten minutes before serving.

SPATZEN
Beat one egg well, add one-half

teaspoon of salt, three-fourths

cup of water, stirring to a stiff,

smooth batter. Drop by teaspoons

into boiling soup ten minutes be-

fore serving.

EGG CUSTARD
Beat slightly the yolks of two

eggs, add two tablespoons of milk

and a few grains of salt. Pour
into small buttered cup, place in

pan of hot water and bake until

firm; cool, remove from cup and

cut in fancy shapes with French

vegetable cutters.

GRATED IRISH POTATO
Peel, wash and grate one large

Irish potato, or two medium-
sized ones. Put it in a sieve and

let hot water run over it until

it is perfectly white. Have the

white of one egg beaten to a very

stiff froth, then stir in the po-

tatoes and twenty minutes before

serving add it to the boiling soup.

Beat the yolk of one egg up in

the soup tureen, and pour the

hot soup over it, stirring care-

fully at first.

FARINA DUMPLINGS
Put in a double boiler one

kitchen spoon of fresh butter,

stir in one cup of milk. When it

begins to boil stir in enough fa-

rina to thicken. Take off the stove

and when cold add the yolks of

two eggs and the stiffly-beaten

whites, and a little salt and nut-

meg and one-half cup of grated

almonds if desired. Let cool, then

make into little balls, and ten

minutes before soup is to be serv

ed, drop in boiler and let boil up
once or twice.

BOILED FLOUR BALLS WITH
ALMONDS

Two yolks of eggs beaten very

light, add a pinch of salt, pepper

and finely-chopped parsley. Add
six blanched almonds grated,

enough sifted flour to make stiff

batter, then add the stiffly-beaten

whites of eggs and one-half tea-

spoon of baking powder. Drop by

teaspoons in soup ten minutes

before serving.

EINLAUF (EGG DROP)

Beat one egg, add one-eighth

teaspoon of salt, three table-

spoons of flour and one-fourth

cup of water, stirr until smooth.

Pour slowly from a considerable

height from the end of a spoon

into the boiling soup. Cook two
or three minutes and serve hot;

add one teaspoon of chopped
parsley to the soup.

EGG DUMPLINGS FOR SOUPS
Rub the yolks of two hard-

boiled eggs to a smooth paste,

add a little salt and grated nut-

meg and one-half teaspoon of

melted butter. Add the chopped
whites of two eggs and a raw
egg yolk to be able to mold the

dough into little marbles, put in

boiling soup one minute.

DROP DUMPLINGS
Break into a cup the whites

of three eggs; fill the cup with

milk, put it with a tablespoon of

fresh butter and one cup of sift-

ed flour in a spider and stirr as

it boils until it leaves the spider

clean. Set aside until cool and
stir in the yolks of three eggs.

Season with salt, pepper and nut-

meg, mix thoroughly and drop

by teaspoons in the boiling soup

ten minutes before ready to be

served.

National Council of Jewish Worn- Mrs. Moise S. Cahn of New-

Orleans was elected to a two

year term as Council President,

succeeding Mrs. Irving M. Engel

of New York.

The final day of the meeting

brought a resolution asking the

United States Government to su-

spend arms shipments to the

Middle East pending a peace set-

tlement between Israel and the

Arab countries, and to exert pres-

sure for this settlement through

direct negotiations and United

Nations assistance.

In another action, the conven-

tion noted that "unjustified pub-

lic disgrace and economic hard-

ship to many" are being caused

by the workings of the Federal

Loyalty system among Govern-

ment employees.

President Dwight D. Eisenhow-

er, in a message, hailed the Coun-

cil for "its contributions to the

welfare of our people."

In a series of resolutions, the

delegates, representing 108,000

women, determined that the 245

Council Sections will concentrate

their efforts during the next two
years in the areas of civil liber-

ties and civil rights, health, edu-

cation and recreation services,

immigration and services to the

foreign born.

They urged immediate revision

of the out-of-date and discrimi-

natory McCarran-Walter Immi-
gration Law, to "serve the best

interests of our country and give

proof to the world of our sense

of justice and our qualities of

world leadership."

The delegates pledged the sup-

port of Council Sections for state

and community action to imple-

ment the Supreme Court decision

on school desegregation.

Mr. David Clift of Chicago, ex-

ecutive secretary of the Ameri-
can Library Association, warmly
praised the new program of the

National Council of Jewish Wom-
en, in conjunction with the

Young Women's Christian Asso-

ciation, the United Church Wom-
en, and the National Council of

Negro Women for their new cam-

paign for public education in sup-

port of the libraries and for re-

sisting self-appointed censors.

Reports Of Progress

The annual convention of the North Carolina Jewish Associa-
tions—Women's, Men's, Rabbi's, Youth and a new one, Young
Adult's—held in Wilmington, N. C, over the April 23rd-24th
week-end, centered for interest around the two projects of the
two older groups. These are the Home For the Jewish Aged, pro-
ject of the women, and the Circuit Riding Rabbi, the men's en-
terprise.

The report of the committee investigating the possibility of
a Home For the Jewish Aged, showed considerable progress.
Unless, as a starting nucleus, substantial donations would be
forthcoming from interested philanthropists, the magnitude
of this project will necessarily require a considerable amount of
time before anything concrete can be expected. This was brought
out forcefully in the remarks made by Morris Zelditch in his

address before the combined groups at the Banquet, held in the
new and magnificent B'nai Israel Synagogue. Mr. Zelditch is

Director of Social Planning of the Council of Jewish Federations
and Welfare Funds, and inasmuch as a large part of his field

is with homes for the aged, he is in a position to speak with au-
thority on the subject.

Mr. Zelditch pointed out the many important details that

go into the establishment of a home, and urged that the women
be realistic in their approach to the problem. There, was of
course, complete agreement with his statement that unless the

project could be done well, there was no point in doing it at all.

He suggested appointment of a fact-finding committee to ex-

plore the needs and possibilities and it is assumed that such a

committee will be appointed.

On the score of the need for such an institution, it might be
pointed out that any attempt to arrive at an answer under pre-

sent conditions would not be easy. In addition to the number
who would now use such a home must be added an even greater

number perhaps, who would want to use it if it were available,

and conducted alon£ ideal lines. It is quite possible that the an-

swer might lie in a home for the two Carolinas, instead of just

North Carolina. South Carolina has at least two populous Jewish

cities which would swell the need, and it is perfectly possible

to locate the institution centrally to serve the two states. This

is merely a suggesion offered in he interest of seeing the idea

workd out.

There is one point that was made self-evident in view of Mr.

Zelditch's enlightening information. This is that the project

is definitely a long-range one, and results cannot be expected

soon. There is no question of the worth-whileness of the idea,

but there must be a full realization of the fact that there is a

considerable, amount of woi"k to be done, and many problems

met before a workable plan can be evolved. The zeal of the

Women's Association will go a long way toward surmounting
some of the obstacles that at the outset might seem unsurmount-
able. We certainly wish them well and trust that this will be still

another case of "It can't be done, but here it is".

The first nine months of the Circuit Riding Rabbi have put

that splendid project off to a fine start. The mobile synagogue
came in for considerable interested attention at the convention,

and it certainly justified all of the fine things said about it. The
reports of I. D. Blumenthal, president of the sponsoring Men'o
Association and Harold A. Friedman, the Circuit Riding Rabbi,

plus those made by representatives of the participating commun-
ities, testified in no uncertain manner to the success that ha;

thus far attended this fine innovation in Jewish life. There is no
question possible but that the project will go a long way toward
solving the problems of the small communities in the State that

have heretofore been isolated from Jewish influences.

Perhaps the most telling evidence of success was the fact that

all of the communities being served indicated in no uncertain

terms their keen desire, to continue the program for next year.

As a matter of fact, several communities not now in the project

have evidenced a want to be included. This poses a problem the

only solution to which would be the engaging of a second rabbi.

However, that is still in the future.

Elsewhere in this issue is an article containing extracts from

the diary of Rabbi Friedman. One cannot read of his daily com-

ings and goings without appreciating the amount of ground

covered by him and his wife. The excerpts were taken at ran-

dom and convey collectively a typical cycle of services. How-
ever, one dose not get a complete appreciation of the impor-

tance of this project from the diary alone.

The financial side of the project does not yet show too clear

a picture, but Mr. Blumenthal is confident that this will event-

ually present no serious problem. However, there is a way in

which we as individuals can help. Every man in the State should

be a member of the Men's Association. The dues arc. negligible

—

only $2 a year—and if you are not a member, see the representa-

tive appointed for your community. You couldn't ever spend

$2 in a better way.

Brotherhood In Action

One of the points that we have stressed in commenting on

the observance of Brotherhood Week down through the years, is

the belief that brotherhood is something that should be practised

every day in the year, and not just during one week. Of course,

we have allowed for the fact that it is a good idea to remind

ourselves by focussing attention during one week.

We recently ran across a story that carries with it all of the

elements ol brotherhood in action. The locale is a small mid-

western town—Hibbing, Minnesota. There a newly-built Luth-

eran Church received gifts of stained-glass windows. One of

the most active in the campaign to secure these windows was

a citizen of the town, I. R. Sher, a Jew. Sher died befor? the

completation of the project, and the gift was subsequently

made by another citizen, Louis Bachnik, a Catholic. The gift

was made by Mr. Batchnik to honor Mr. Sher.

Here we have a gift, made to a Lutheran Church, by a Cath-

olic, to pay honor to a Jew. One would have to look far and

wide for a better example of brotherhood in action.

From the standpoint of the

Halakah the Jewishness of a per-

son is determined by his birth:

one born of a Jewish mother is

a Jew. Even apostasy or conver-

sion to another faith, according

to the Halakah, does not change
one's status as a Jew. Since the

Era of Emancipation and the

establishment of secular states

the determination of one's Jew-

ishness may range from the sim-

ple and biological fact of having

been born a Jew, to that of ob-

servance of the "yoke" of the

Torah.

Ludwig Lewisohn in posing

question: WHAT IS A JEW,
maintains that all the varied

answers and analogies break

down as soon as they are pressed.

To be a Jew, Lewisohn main-

tains, is not an "accident" of

birth but the effect of a chain

arising in an immemorial antiq-

uity. No aspect of human destiny

can be more deeply rooted in

either nature or history than the

destiny of birth. The power of

Jewish survival, Lewishohn finds

"in that transcendent experience

at the foot of Sinai which welded
a group of rude clans and fugi

tives from oppression into a peo-

ple whose fundamental charac-

ter was stamped and moulded
then. This hypothesis alone
works. It alone explains the

character, the history, the ever

recurrent fate of the Jewish
people."

Dr. Eli Ginsberg, in addressing
the opening session of the Found-
ing Convention of Student Zion-

ist Organization, November, '54,

drew this word picture of a Jew.
"By an affirmative Jew, I

mean one who by behavior,

belief, and action attests to his

conscious identification with

the Jewish community. This

means at least a minimum
commitment to the basic doc-

trines of Judaism — a positive

attitude towards tradition, es-

chewing intermarriage, a faith

in Zion, and support of fellow

Jews. From the prophets of

old down to today there has

never been any difficulty about

defining the nature ' of these

essentials."

In an article published in Col-

lier's Magazine, November 26,

1938, Einstein propounds the

question, JUST WHAT IS A JEW,
and attempts to answer it. "The
most obvious answer would be

that a Jew is a person professing

the Jewish faith." However, Ein-

stein believed, that the Jewish

faith is but one of the charac-

teristic products of the Jewisn

community. "The formation of

groups has an invigorating effect

in all spheres of human striving.

The bond that has united the

Jews for thousands of years and
unites them today is, above all,

the democratic ideal of social

justice, coupled with the ideal of

mutual aid and tolerance among
all men." These traits, which Ein-

stein more fully explained and
elaborated in his scattered writ-

ings, he regarded as basic to the

Jewish spirit and character. It is

in these distinctive ideals that he
saw the essence of the Jewish
spirit.

Einstein's Jewish conscious

ness was imposed on him from
the outside. His parents were
freethinkers and tried to merge
with the non-Jewish environment
as completely as possible. They
had sent their boy to a Catholic

primary school where he was the
only Jew in his class. The first

religious education he received

was lessons in the cathechism.

However at the age of 12 he

adopted a sternly belligerent

freethinking attitude. At the age

of 15 he decided to leave for-

mally the Jewish community, and

to sever emotionally all ties with

his tenuous Jewish past. Who
would have foretold that some

day he would be offered the

Presidency of a revived Jewish

State!

In 1910 when he was just over

thirty he was nominated to a full

professorship in the German Uni-

versity of Prague. This incident

gave a clue to the nobility of his

character. The regulations con-

cerning government employment
in Austria forced him to declare

his religion. He had no ties with

the Jewish community, and had

no links with the Jewish tradition.

His wife was Greek Orthodox.

Einstein's friends urged him to

make what could be called a

slight concession to prejudice.

They quoted to him many "con-

versions" of eminent men for the

sake of a career. But it was pre-

cisely these opportunist argu-

ments that brought Einstein to

the reaffirmation of one of the

principles of his life — never to

sacrifice conviction or principle

to expediency. The young Ein-

stein filled in his questionnaire

in his clear handwriting: "Re-

ligion — Israelite." Nevertheless,

Einstein was appointed to the

professorship. This declaration of

his Jewishness forced upon him
by the outside was the beginning

of a long process which forged

noble links with his people.

At the age of 34 Einstein was
offered membership in the Kai-

ser Wilhelm Institute and a Chair

at the University of Berlin. The

DR. SAMUEL NEWMAN

Institute and the University of

Berlin counted among its pro-

fessors the greatest names in al-

most every sphere.

Anti-Semitism affects talented

Jews in opposite ways. In some
in brings out the lowest traits

of human nature; in others, the

noblest impulses and attainments.

In explaining one day why he
became a passionate champion of

Zionism Einstein wrote: "It was
when I came to Germany, fifteen

years ago, that I discovered I

was a Jew and I owe this dis-

covery more to non-Jews than to

Jews."

He discovered in German uni-

versities a latent anti-Semitism

and wells of prejudice. "In the

pathetic converted "Geheimrat
1-

he saw "a cringing man too un-

certain of himself." The shame-
ful pretences of Jews of high

standing trying to assume ill-fit-

ting protective coloring, made his

heart bleed. He noticed the con-

tempt that these turncoats har-

bored for the East-European
Jew, the desperate efforts of the

assimilationists to disassociate

themselves from them. These ob-

servations led Einstein to ask

himself what being a Jew meant
to him personally. Was it a source

of strength or a wound that

weakened him. Like Moses Hess,

Theodore Herzl, Max Nordau,
Franz Rosenzweig, Andre Spiro,

Edmund Flegg, and many other

talented Western Jews he was
able to discover the golden

threads that bound him to the

millions of his East European
brethren. In the poorest East Eu-

ropean Jews Einstein discovered

a richness of spirit and soul and
an integrity of character which
he found lacking in the assimil-

000 contract for a new bank

building at Second and Grace

Streets to James Fox and Sons,

Inc., of Richmond.

The announcement of final

plans and the contract award was

made by R. Page French, presi-

dent, following a meeting of the

bank's directors.

Designed by two architect-en-

gineering concerns — Ballou &
Justice and Carneal & Johnston

— the bank's new home, on the

northwest corner, will be a three-

story structure, with provisions

for doubling the main floor by
horizontal expansion.

ated Western Jews. He admired

in the East European Jews their

fanatical love of justice and their

unquenchable thirst for learning

and an inner dignity and integri

ty of character. He therefore felt

that 'these traditional principles

of the Jewish people prove to me
that it is my destiny to belong to

them."

It seems that the eminent re-

turnees to Judaism have a spe-

cial gift for penetrating to the

very heart of the Jewish prob-

lem; there is also a striking simi-

larity in their statements and

conclusions on its most import-

ant aspects. It would be interest-

ing to cite parallelism if space

would permit. We shall there-

fore confine ourselves to a few
quotations from Einstein on var-

ious Jewish topics.

In a letter published in 1934

he writes: "The Jews are a com-

munity bound together by ties of

blood and tradition, and not of

religion only : the attitude of the

rest of the world toward them is

sufficient proof of this . . . The
tragedy of the Jews is that they

are people of a definite historical

type, who lack the support of a

community to keep them to-

gether. The result is a want of

solid foundations in the indivi-

dual which amounts in its ex

tremer forms to moral instability.

I realized that salvation was only

possible for the race if every Jew
in the world should become at-

tached to a living society to which
he as an individual might re-

joice to belong and which might
enable him to bear the hatred

and the humilations that he has

to put up with from the rest of

the world.

"I saw worthy Jews basely

caricatured, and the sight made
my heart bleed. I saw how
schools, comic papers, and in-

numerable other forces of the

Gentile majority undermined the

confidence even of the best of

my fellow-Jews, and felt that this

would not be allowed to con-

tinue.

"Then I realized that only a

common enterprise dear to the

heart of Jews all over the world

could restore this people to

health. It was a great achieve-

ment of Herzl's to have realized

and proclaimed at the top of his

voice that, the traditional atti-

tude of the Jews being what it

was, the establishment of a na-

tional home, or, more accurately,

a center in Palestine, was a suit-

able object on which to concen-

trate our efforts."

"To you all I say that the exist-

ence and destiny of our people

depends less on external fac-

tors than on ourselves. It is our

duty to remain faithful to the

moral traditions which have en-

abled us to survive for thous-

ands of years despite the heavy

storms that have broken over

our heads. In the service of life

sacrifice becomes grace."

Concerning the problem which

Jewish academic youth has to

face: the problem of harmoniz-

ing or integrating the Jewish

heritage with the culture of the

environment, Einstein made some
incisive comments. While direct-

ed nrimarily to German Jewish

academic youth they are perti-

nent to the present situation of

American Jewish youth.

"... In school and at the

university the young Jew is

exposed to the influence of a

society which has a definite

national tinge, which he re-

spects and admires, from which
he receives his mental susten

ance, and to which he feels

himself to belong; while on the

other hand this society treats

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him, as one of an alien race,

with a certain contempt and

hostility. He turns his back on

his people and his traditions,

and chooses to consider him-

self as belonging entirely to the

others. Hence, that pathetic

creature, the baptised Jewish

Geheimrat of yesterday and

today . . .

"In this case, as in many
mental disorders, the cure lies

in a clear knowledge of one's

condition and its causes. We
must be conscious of our alien

race and draw the logical con-

clusions from it. It is no use

trying to convince the others of

our spiritual and intellectual

equality by arguments ad-

dressed to the reason, when
the attitude of these others

does not originate in their in-

tellects at all. Rather must we
emancipate ourselves socially,

and supply our social needs, in

the main, ourselves. We must

have our own students' so-

cieties and adopt an attitude

of courteous but consistent re-

serve to the Gentiles. And let

us live after our own fashion

there and not ape dueling and

drinking customs which are

foreign to our nature. It is

possible to be a civilized Eu-

ropean and a good citizen and

at the same time a faithful

Jew who loves his race and

honors his fathers. If we re-

member this and act accord-

ingly, the problem of anti-

Semitism, in so far as it is of

a social nature, is solved for

us."

It is to be noted that Einstein

uses the term "Gentiles" instead

of Christians. This is a striking

parellelism to the use of that

term by Ludwig Lewisohn, when
speaking of the derogatory atti-

tude of non-Jews toward Jews.

For Christianity Einstein has

a very high regard:

"If one purges the Judaism

of the Prophets and Christi-

anity as Jesus Christ taught it

of all subsequent additions,

especially those of the priests,

one is left with a teaching

which is capable of curing all

the social ills of humanity."

Although Einstein was not ob-

servant of formal religion he was

profoundly Jewish in his reli-

gious outlook. Monotheism is a

distinguishing characteristic of

the Jewish religion. "Monotheism

came into being as the result of

the realization of the absolute

character of the moral law" (Leo

Baeck). From this flows the idea

of the unity of the human race.

More than any other man Ein-

stein demonstrated the unity

which binds the atom to the stars.

Eins:ein believed in a God who
reveals Himself in the orderly

harmony of what exists. "It is

enough for me to contemplate

the mystery of conscious life per-

petuating itself through all

eternity, to reflect upon the

marvelous structure of the uni-

verse which we deemly perceive,

and to try humbly to compre-

hend even an infinitesimal part

of the intelligence manifested in

nature." This statement by Ein-

stein is reminiscent of the 19th

Psalm.

"The heavens declare the glory

of God,

And the firmament showeth His

handiwork . .

."

One of the last things Einstein

did was to prepare a speech re-

viewing the achievements in

Israel in its seven years e<s a na-

tion. Just two weeks before he

was taken ill he confened at his

study in Princeton with Abba

Eban, the Ambassador of Israel

regarding an address to be given

in celebration of the seventh an-

niversary of Israel's indepen-

dence.

In discussing the topic of the

speech Dr. Einstein said he

wanted to address the conscience

of the world on Israel's inde-

pendence day on the need to as-

sure the preservation of "our

Republic and avert unnecessary

perils to its security."

Einstein died on April 18th in

Princeton, N. J. Like Lincoln he

belongs to the ages. Like Moses,

Isaiah, Soinoza and other great

seers and dreamers of Israel, he

also belongs to the whole of

humanity.

LONDON (WNS) Winston
Churchill, who observed his 80th

birthday last November 30, re-

ceived a belated birthday gift

this week from the Government

of Israel. The gift, an album of

original woodcuts of scenes in

ancient Jerusalem by the Israeli

artist Jacob Steinhardt, was pre-

sented to the Prime Minister by

Eliahu Elath, Israeli Ambassador

to Great Britain.
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REFLECTIONS ON A WASHINGTON VISIT

It was our privilege, recently,

to attend the Dedication Service

of the new Temple of the Wash-

ington Hebrew Congregation.

an hour earlier, so there was a

stream of sunshine as we walked

into the Temple!

The services were streamlined

to fit the moment. Rabbi Gers-

tenfeld, flanked by a representa-

tion from the Temple Board and

Dr. Eisendrath, national presi-

dent of the Union of American
Hebrew Congregations, added
the proper dramatic touch. We
were fascinated with the Ark
and could not tear our eyes away

from the doors which were huge

replicas

of the two stone tablets

with the Ten Commandments;

and when they opened slowly to

disclose an array of magnificent

Torahs, it seemed to us that

Moses himself would descend,

carrying the original tablets!

Speeches were made, acknowl-

edgements given and thanks

offered. But to us the highlight

of the evening was the entrance

of the President of the United

States, and over and over again

we were overwhelmed with the

meaning of his presence. Right

through the same doors he came

—the same doors through which

we ourselves had entered—the

doors where the guards, sent

down from the White House, had

stopped us to check the correct-

ness of our tickets — and he

walked in, not five feet away

from us! Escorted by big names

from the congregation's board,

he walked in, to sit inconspic-

uously among the congregants

—

just like we did! Think of it!

When he stood before us to give

greetings on this occasion of

Dedication, we could not help

thinking that is must have been

something like this when Presi-

dent George Washington ad-

dressed the congregation at

Newport, R. I., nearly 200 years

ago. More and more we felt the

impact of this upon all of us;

and we felt all over again that to

us "America" was still the most

melodious of songs; and how
glad we were that our parents

"caught the right boat." Also

that is was a good thing for us

that Isaac Mayer Wise was a de-

termined, tempestuous Rabbi!

The candles were lighted at

the opening of the service by the

president of the Sisterhood. And,

we thought, our small town gals

go a long way, because that's

our own Raleigh, N. C, product,

Naomi Ellisburg, now Mrs. Le-

roy Robins. The more than 2,000
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pairs of eyes turned toward her

didn't distract her in the least!

Washington is always a beau-

tiful city to us and there was

time for a look around the next

day. While we are always in-

ABOUT TWO PEOPLE
This is all about a couple of

persons: one of them is Mrs.

Eleanor Roosevelt; the other shall

be annonymous since I don't have

his name anyway. But even if I

had his name I wouldn't publish

it here, since I am a guy who

pities poor sinners. This one is

guilty of having violated self-

respect.

I heard about these two people

in letters that came to me in the

same mail. One letter was out of

Chicago: "Dear sir: I thought

you might derive some of your

meditations out of the case of

a certain Jewish person who was

visiting in Chicago recently.

"He had just been vacationing

at Palm Beach. He has a name

that doesn't suggest a Jewish

identity. It might be O'Connor or

Sullivan, but it's neither of these.

I am not finding the least fault

in him by reason of his name.

What's in a name—whether it is

Goldberg or Goldsborough, or

what have you? I don't quarrel

with names.

"This man was reporting how
successful he had been in Palm

Beach. He had gained admittance

into a restricted hotel! That

seemed to be most of the pleas-

ure he got out of Palm Beach, to

hear him tell it.

"This is approximately the way
he told it: 'You know, I, a Jew,

got into the restricted hotel. My
wife and I just walked in, regis

tered and were accepted. Before

we came through the door we

had our doubts : Why should they

take us?

"They took us all right. I guess

that was on account of the fact

that we didn't look particular

Jewish, as you can see for your-

self, and because of our un-

Jewish name. Palm Beach is sup-

posed to be pretty hard for Jews

to get into. We were there two

weeks. It made us feel good.'
"

My informant continues: "Now,

Mr. Segal, I am not a fellow to

get stirred up at all by hotels that

don't want me as Jew. I just go

to a friendlier hotel. I enjoy my
self-respect. I, too have a name
that isn't particularly Jewish and

my face — and my wife's face,

too — give no inkling that we
came up out of Sinai.

"What I am objecting to in the

case of that other Jew is the

absence of pride in his religious

culture identity. I thought this

might give you a topic for your

column: The self-respect by
which a Jew can lift himself up
to the height of Sinai".

The other letter — the one

about Eleanor Roosevelt — was
from the study of Rabbi William

A. Sanderson of Temple Shaarai

Shomayim at Lancaster, Pa. He
enclosed a clipping from the

Lancaster Advertiser—the entire

front page, in fact, about Mrs.

Roosevelt's visit to Lancaster and
what she did about reception for

her in a Lancaster country club.

(It's a club that has had an un-

written law against admitting

into its membership persons of

certain races or religions; that is

to say, Jews, among others.

)

Mrs. Roosevelt had come to

speak up for brotherhood in

Brotherhood Week. There were

those in Lancaster—non-Jews,

too, who thought it wasn't in line

with brotherhood idea to give

Mrs. Roosevelt a reception in a

club house that shut its door

against some of the brothers

whose race or religious identity

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weren't liked.

Before Mrs. Roosevelt arrived

there, the Lancaster arrange-

ments committee took the matter

up in special session: Should the

reception for Mrs. Roosevelt be

given in this club on the very

day when she was speaking for

brotherhood in Lancaster? Rabbi

Sanderson was one of the com-

mittee. He spoke his mind. As

the Lancaster Advertiser report-

ed, the rabbi said Mrs. Roosevelt

was being put in an embarrass-

ing position, since it was well

known how Mrs. Roosevelt felt

about discriminatory practices.

She just wouldn't care to be

socially received in this club-

house.

As I gather it out of The Ad-

vertiser, nothing came of this

special meeting of the committee.

The rabbi's protest became wide-

ly known in Lancaster. The Ad-

vertiser said: "Then came the

subtle pressure on the rabbi. He
was informed that various influ-

ential members of his congrega-

tion were upset and that he might

well be asked to find a new con-

gregation."

When Mrs. Roosevelt arrived

in Lancaster, Rabbi Sanderson

called on her at the hotel, told

her all about the embarrasing

situation she was falling into . . .

Brotherhood Week and she

speaking for brotherhood; then

the reception for her in the

house of the club that hadn't

been so brotherly.

SANDING and POLISHING
MACHINES
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With the season for picnics at

hand, tasty sandwiches are an

important part of the picnic bas-

ket. Here are some suggestions.

OLIVE SANDWICHES

Take either ripe or green ol-

ives; remove the seeds; mince

and thoroughly with Mayonnaise

dressing. Spread between slices

of whole-wheat or graham bread.

SARDINE SANDWICHES

Remove the skin and bones

from the sardines. Rub to a

paste, adding an equal quantity

of chopped hard-boiled eggs, sea-

soned with salt, cayenne, lemon

juice or vinegar. Moisten with

melted butter and spread be-

tween slices of bread.

DATE AND FIG SANDWICHES

Wash equal quantities of dates

and figs; stone the dates; add

blanched almonds in quantity

about one-fourth of the entire

bulk; then run the whole mixture

through a food chopper. Moisten

with orange juice and press

tightly into baking-powder tins.

When ready to use, dip the box

in hot water; turn out the mix-

ture; slice and place between

thin slices of buttered bread.

FIG SANDWICHES

Remove the stems and chop the

figs fine. Put in a double boiler

with a little water and cook until

a paste is formed. Add a few

drops of lemon juice; set aside;

when cool spread on thin slices

of buttered bread.

EGG SANDWICHES

Hard boil the eggs, place them
immediately into cold water.

When cold, remove the shells

carefully, cut the eggs in half

lengthwise and butter slightly.

Lay one or two sardellen or ap-

petite-silds on one half of the

egg and press the one half gent-

ly on the other half which has

the sardellen. The egg must ap

pear whole. Now tie lengthwise

and across with the narrowest,

various colored ribbons you can
find.

CHESTNUT SANDWICHES

One slice each of white and

brown bread, cut thin and but-

tered, and spread with chest-

nuts that have been boiled ten-

der, peeled and rubbed through

a sieve, then mashed with hard-

boiled eggs to a paste and moist-

ened with Mayonnaise.

SALMON AND BROWN
BREAD SANDWICHES

Flake one cup salmon ,and

rub it to a paste. Add mustard,

salt, and cayenne. Spread on the

bread, cover with a layer of thin

slices of cucumber, then another

piece of bread, press lightly and

arrange with sprigs of parsley

on the platter.

BOILED, SMOKED, OR PICKLED
TONGUE SANDWICHES

Remove the crust from the

bread (unless it is very soft),

place the slices of tongue (cut

very thin) and lettuce leaves be-

tween the slices.

TOASTED CHEESE
SANDWICHES

The filling for the toasted

cheese sandwiches calls for a

cup of soft, mild cheese, finely

cut, and stirred over the fire

with a tablespoon of butter until

the cheese is melted. Enough
milk to moisten, perhaps not

more than one-eighth of a cup,

is then added, with salt, mustard,

and paprika to taste, and the

whole is stirred until creamy and

smooth. Slices of bread are very

thinly buttered, the cheese mix-

ture spread on generously, each

slice covered with another slice,

and set away until the filling

cools and hardens, when the

sandwiches are toasted on both

sides and served hot.

CAVIAR AND SALMON
SANDWICHES

Take a piece of rye bread, cut

round (with a biscuit cutter),

spread with mustard; put some
caviar in centre of the bread,

strips of smoked salmon around

the caviar and strips of pickle

around the salmon.

What Do We Expect of a Rabbi?

We were recently discussing with one of the more observant

women of our community the criticisms that were being level-

led at one of our Jewish eating places. We were particularly in-

trigued with one statement she made. Said she, "If I were a

man embarking on a career, there are two things I would not

be. I would not be a rabbi, and I wouldn't run a restaurant

catering to our people. They expect too much."
This seemed to us to be particularly pertinent in the case of

our rabbis. We oft times wonder what must go through the

minds of the young rabbinical school graduate who approaches

is first pulpit.

A lot depends, of course, on circumstances, which differ, for

example, in larger congregations in our more populous cities.

We are thinking however, more of our own smaller communities.

Ostensibly a rabbi shuld be a "spiritual leader." But this is

rather an elastic term. It embraces the roles of teacher, orator,

marriage consultant, religious school leader, et al. Then there

are the responsibilities in connection with the social life of the

congregation—calls to the ill and new arrivals, engagement and
marriage receptions, condolence calls, etc., etc. Frequently he

ke-wise is expected to play a part in administrative responsibil-

ities. And then of course, there is his role as an "ambassador to

the Goyim."
What time does this leave him for study? After all, sermons

require thought and preparation, and as this is one of the more
important phases of his duties, he must arrange his schedule to

allow for it. Do not forget for a moment that here is one of the

more frequently seized-upon for criticism phases of the rabbini-

cal function.

Which of the fore-going functions is most predominant de-

pends entirely on the individual congregation. The novitiate

must discover this by the process of trial and error. We know of

at least one instance where a young rabbi lost out by assuming

that he must primarily be a "good mixer." However, some of

is congregants objected to his playing poker and shooting dice

with other of the more sportive members. We recall a similar

ate that befell another rabbi, who felt that cultivating the

good-will of his junior congregants justified his playing a lot

of table tennis with them—to the detriment of his other services.

There is another phase of the rabbi's problem that is of pri-

mary importance. There are no too definite rules regarding ideol-

ogy among the Reform, the Conservative, or the Orthodox. It

therefore up to the rabbi to lay the pattern for his group, and

as is the case in so many of the smaller communities, the mem-
bership is made up of all degrees and shades of belief. If, trying

to, please all, he pleases none, as is so often the case, he will fail.

He has to work out some arrangement which may have very

ttle resemblance to what he was taught in the rabbinical school

from which he received his ordination.

All in all, it is a prodigious task. Yet, it must have its compen-
sations, for, year after year, more and more young men are

braving it. The shortages about which we hear from time to

ime, are more a matter of increased numbers of congregations

to be served, than a dimunition of the number of rabbis. Those

congregations that have an incumbent who is doing a fifty per

ent job, should be thankful. It is more than a passing average.

Missing the Boat

An esteemed contemporary Anglo-Jewish publication re-

cently published a splendid editorial on the waning of Israel pub-
lic relations, and the growth of Arab sentiment in this country.

The editorial pointed out what is manifestly an unfortunate
fact—that Americans generally are being won over to the Arab
cause and against Israel.

It was quite properly indicated that as far as relative merit

in the two causes, there is much more reason for the situation

being reversed; so much so, that it is difficult to understand

just what is taking place. This naturally leads to the charge
that Israel's public relations job is not to be compared in its

effectiveness with Arab propaganda.

So far, we concur. However, we differ when the editorial

places the blame on "Jewish communities."

Whenever we have had the occasion, we have called the

attention of Israel representatives and friends to the magnitude
and effectiveness of the Arab's propaganda. We have had the

opportunity to see it working at first hand. It is a splendid,

subtly done job. We have consistently urged that the State of

Israel do something along organized lines to combat it. For we
firmly believe that this is not the responsibility of Jewish com-
munities, but a must task for the State itself. The Arab propa-

ganda machine does not depend on communities. It is a highly

organized, well-financed piece of public relations, stemming
from the Arab League.

The only answer that we have been able to get from Israel

sources thus far is, "We do not have that kind of money to

spend." Our answer is that the money must be found. To our

way of thinking the situation that is being created cannot be

overestimated. We well recognize the many uses to which Israel

funds must be put, and realize the importance of all of them.

Notwithstanding, we again say that some way must be found

for heading off the trend of current Arab sympathy in th ; s

country, before irreparable damage to the Israel cause is done.

The influence of our country's attitude as it affects the

thinking of other countries is too well known to require sub-

stantiation. And, when our government indicates, as it has,

time and time again, in United Nation's actions, how it feels

about the Arabs as against the State of Israel, it must be self-

evident the harm that is being done. And the attitude of our

country is due almost entirely to the strength of Arab propagan-

da, and the contrasting weakness of Israel's public relations.

The community can come into the picture, yes, as a medium
for carrying out plans, but the initiative for the plans must

come from the State of Israel. Jewish communities are faced

with many local problems. They do not have the time, nor the

organization, to design or originate ways and means of spreading

good will for Israel, as sympathetic as they may be. The material

must come from an organized, central source. With the material

in hand, the communities could be counted on to do their part.

The State of Israel is of course, still a new country. It has

much to learn. It is confronted by many serious problems. But,

one of the things that it must be made to realize is the import-

ance, in this country at least, of propaganda. Not to rectify

the situation at once is to pave the way for lost ground that

may never be recovered.
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Land of Promise

I remember that as a boy my
mother told me the story of two

Jewish peddlers who visited her

Home at Chincoteague some 60-

odd years ago. My grandfather,

in accordance with the traditional

hospitality of the Island, invited

them to have something to eat

and spend the night in his home.

It was rather late and the dinner

dishes had been washed, but

Grandmother insisted that they

make themselves comfortable

while she prepared a meal for

them. Her first introduction to

the Jewish faith took place when
they politely but firmly refused

the dinner of country ham and

Tom Cove oysters so carefully

prepared. When they explained

that the Mosiac law forbade them
to eat ham or oysters, she apolo-

gized and cheerfully proceeded

to fix some eggs, the only thing

in the house they could eat. Com-
menting on this incident some-

time later, my grandmother said,

"You know they say that in the

end of time the Jews will all go

back to Palestine." When Mother
told me this story, neither she

nor I ever dreamed that I would
have the opportunity of visiting

this fabulous land and seeing

firsthand the literal fulfillment

of my grandmother's prophetic

observation.

On December 19, 1954, 1 board-

ed the El Al Israel Constellation

at Idlewild in the company of

two friends, Jack Bernstein and
Ruben Goldman. My first view
of Israel in the daytime was the

City of Tel Aviv. I was amazed.

Here was a city as modern as

Miami! Apartments and multi-

story buildings were being built

everywhere in spite of the short-

age of skilled mechanics, the lack

of modern equipment, and the

limited choice and quantity of

materials. Such buildings as the

Dan Hotel, the Histadrut, the

Zionist building, etc., are unsur-

passed by anything we have seen

built in the States. There was

nothing jerry-built or slipshod,

even in their vast apartment and

housing projects, where speed

was the prime target. It was
amazing to see Yemenite Jews

who, until very recently, had

never even seen a piece of me-

chanical equipment, welding steel

tubes, operating cranes and spray

concrete machines, to turn out

modern pre-stressed water pipe.

This was to provide irrigation to

literally cause the wasteland to

"bloom again." From the small

resorts on the coast to the Harbor

City of Haifa, the construction

was attractive, functional, and

modern. In Jerusalem, the new
buildings are of native stone and

create a feeling of permanence
without sacrificing color or free-

dom of form. It occurred to me
again and again as I visited the

Hebrew University and the mod-
ern technical schools in Jerusa-

lem, What is the future of the

coming generation? The Israelis

have accomplished so much in a

few troubled years, what will they

achieve in a peaceful period?

The progress made by the Jews

was brought to our attention very

forcibly when we took a walk

from Tel Aviv through the adjoin-

ing City of Jaffa. It was like

walking from the streets of Miami
to a Seminole village. The crum-

bling buildings, the ramshackle

and dirty hovels, contrasted with

the modern buildings of Tel Aviv,

presented a vivid example of the

superiority of the enterprising

Jewish democracy over the Medi-

eval feudal system of the Arabs.

Another similar example was
witnessed in the upper Negev,

where a Beduoin Sheik was living

on one side of the road with his

wives and slaves in the tradition-

al black hair tents shared with

the animals. On the other side

was a Kibbutz with neat build-

ings, water storage, modern farm
equipment, and people with the

vision and ambition to reclaim the

land wasted by hundreds of years

of indolence and vandalism.

Surely the only people who could

possibly lose by the formation of

the Jewish State are the Arab
overlords who are likely to lose

their despotic control over the

masses when their eyes are open-

ed by the industry and achieve-

ment of free people. The best

possible way to help the Arab
escape his moral and economic

slavery is to assist the State of

Israel in solidifying its position

as a democracy. She will then

render the educational and tech-

nical assistance to her Arab
neighbors that will give them the

inspiration, example and oppor-

tunity to help themselves.

Being a Christian familiar with

Moses and the prophets, my visit

to Israel meant more to me than

a combined business and pleasure

trip. It meant more than a visit

to the "Promised Land" or "Holy

Land"; to me, it was a visit to

the Land of Promise. As I gazed

upon its wonders, I remembered
God's unfulfilled promise to Ab-

raham: "Unto thy seed I give

this land from the river of Egypt

unto the great river . . . Euphrates

(forever)" (Genesis 15:18 and

17:8). I also remembered that

before that promise was to be

completely fulfilled, there was to

be a disciplinary dispersion ( Jer.

25:11), then a world-wide dis-
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persion (Deut. 28:63-68) which

would last a long time (Horsea

3:5). Then there would be a

final regathering that would pale

the Egyptian Exodus into forget-

fulness (Jer. 23:7). I was act-

ually witnessesing this final re-

turn concerning which the prop-

he's had written so rapturously

in Isaiah 43:5-6 and 11:12, Ezek-

iel 39:25-29, etc.

When I saw the Jew on one

side of the road causing the des-

ert to bloom by his industry while

the Beduoin camped in indolence

on the other, I remembered Ezek-

iel's prophecy that "the heathen

that are left around about you

shall know that I the Lord build

the ruined places and plant that

that was desolate" (Ezekiel 36:34

36). Neither the Beduoin, t'i?

Jew, nor I saw God, but He was
certainly there! When I visited

Jerusalem, my interest was not

in shrines, relics, and tradition,

but in the unerring vision of the

inspired prophets who predicted

the very boundaries of the re-

built city. How did Jeremiah

know 2500 years ago that the

city would be destroyed and re-

built in its present location (Jere-

miah 31:38) from the Tower of

Hananeel to the Gate of the cor-

ner, from the Hill Gareb to

Goath? We can take a map, locate

the ancient landmarks, fill in the

modern city, and we will find

the boundaries have been follow-

ed with amazing accuracy.

As I looked from the porch of

the King David Hotel toward

Zion and saw the Dome of the

rock on the temple site, the Wail-

ing Wall and other historic places

blocked by U. N. truce barricades,

I could almost hear the sneer

predicted by Ezekiel, "Aha, even

SHRIMP THEN AND NOW
The shrimp was heaped seduct-

ively in the dish, to say nothing

of the tasty red sauce that ac-

companied it; and most tempting

to the eager groups that hovered

around the dish.

This shrimp was of the hors

d'oeuvre with cocktails that pre-

ceded the big dinner given for

ALFRED SEGAL

the Hebrew Union College's big

birthday dinner the other week.

(Out of the Hebrew Union Col-

lege have come most of our Re-

form rabbis.)

I was myself lifting a shrimp

by the toothpick on which it was

impaled when one of the HUC
students c?me up quizzically to

ask me: "By the way, do you

know the historic significance of

shrimp in the life of Judaism in

America?"

I had never heard of that. I

know shrimp only as a pleasant

appetizer especially before a big

banquet. It goes well with Martini

or maybe with a Manhattan. I had

no idea that shrimp had even the

least connection with the philos-

ophy of life of Judaism in Ameri-

ca.

"What," I asked the young
man, "is the historic significance

of shrimp in the Judaism of

America?"

He did not rely on his own
scholarly authority for the an-

swer. He referred me to one of

his professors who was present

there—Dr. Samuel S. Cohon who
is widely known for high schol-

arship in the lore of Judaism in
+,he U. S. and everywhere else.

"Doctor", I said, "what's this

I hear? Has shrimp really had a

historic part in the development
of Judaism in America?"

"Well, yes, one might say so,"

he replied. He smiled: "It might
be said that out of an incident

of shrimp at a certain banquet,

there sprang conservative Juda-
ism. That was back in the year

1383—July 11."

For details Dr. Cohon referred

me to several of his own writ-

ings: "The History of the Hebrew
Union College," published by the

American Jewish Historical So-

ciety; and an 18-page article on

"Reform Judaism in America,"
published in "Judaism," the quar-

terly journal of Jewish life and
thought.

Sure enough, there I found the

historic record of the first ap-

pearance of shrimp in American
Jewish life, and all the trouble

it caused. It was a great occasion,

not on account of the shrimp
exactly but because it marked
the ordination of the four young
rabbis who were the first to be
graduated into Reform from the

Hebrew Union College. Besides

that, the tenth annual conven-

tion of the Union of American
Hebrew Congregations was being

held at the same time.

Dr. Cohon was quoting one of

these newly created rabbis

—

David Philipson who long later,

in his autobiography, described

the exultant, day of his ordination

—July 11, 1883—into the rabbi-

nate of Reform Judaism. That

day Dr. Isaac Mayer Wise, found-

er of the Hebrew Union College,

had "pressed the kiss of ordina-

tion upon their foreheads . . .

a strangely thrilling moment.
These four young men embodied
the hopes of thousands of loyal

American Jewish souls . . . They
were to blaze a new path."

It was the happiest of days

until that evening when the

shrimp intruded, tragic-like, you

might say. The sacred events of

that day "closed with a great

dinner at a famed hilltop resort,

the Highland House." (In the

city of Cincinnati.)

Dr. Philipson's report goes on:

"Knowing that there would be

delegates from various parts of

the country present, who laid

stress upon the dietary laws, the

Cincinnati committee engaged a

Jewish caterer to set the dinner.
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"The great banquet hall was

brilliantly lighted, the hundreds

of guests were seated at the beau-

tifully arranged tables, the invo-

cation had been spoken by one of

the visiting rabbis, when the

waiters served the first course."

That, was the history-making

moment!

As Dr. Philipson tells it: "Ter-

rific excitement ensued when two

rabbis rose from their seats and

rushed from the room. Shrimp

had been placed before them as

the opening course of the elabo-

rate menu . . . This Highland

House dinner came to be known
as 'the trefa banquet'. The Ortho-

dox Eastern press rang the

changes on the trefa banquet

week in and week out."

This incident as I get it out

of Dr. Cohon's story, really mark-

ed the beginning of organized

Conservative Judaism in the U. S.

The two rabbis who had walked

out on shrimp were like proph-

ets leading a considerable group

of Israel in a new direction. Says

Dr. Cohon: "The incident con-

firmed the lingering distrust of

the conservatives in Dr. Wise's

college and reawakened their an-

tagonism toward him."

Dr. Wise tried to explain the

shrimp away by liberal philoso-

phy, but "it was too late," Dr.

Cohon says.

Sabato Morais, one of the two

rabbis who had walked away from
shrimp and also out of the He-

brew Union College where he

was official examiner, became
one of the founders of Conserva-

tive Judaism in its organized

form.

Dr. Cohon says that Sabato

Morais, with the aid of like-

minded rabbis and lay-leaders

"launched a counter movement
which resulted in the establish-

ment of the Jewish Theological

Seminary in New York City . .

'where youths desirous of enter-

ing the ministry may be thor-

oughly grounded in Jewish knowl-

edge and inspired by precept and

example of their instructors with

the love of the Hebrew language

and a spirit of fidelity and devo-

tion to Jewish law' ... As the

conservative elements rallied

around the Jewish Theological

Seminary, the Hebrew Union Col-

lege remained the training center

and citadel of Reform."

Well, nothing at all untoward

happened that evening several

weeks ago when shrimp was serv-

ed with the cocktails at HUC's
80th birthday. Those who had no

use for shrimp tolerated and, in

And I hope nobody will walk

Bank Of Greensboro
Celebrates 25th
Anniversary

On June 17, 1930, the Bank
of Greensboro first opened its

doors in what was then the South-

ern Life & Trust Co. building, on
East Market St., the present site

of the S & W Cafeteria. Its origi-

nal capital stock was $100,000;

surplus, $25,000; total resources,

$153,245. As of May this year,

capital stock was $204,370; sur-

plus, $450,000; undivided profits,

$127,629 and total resources,

$15,102,415.

The late Claude Kiser was its

first president, Joseph Barnwell

was cashier, and Victor Stout,

assistant cashier. There were
three employees; John E. Sock-

well, present president, Mrs. Hel-

en Stamey and Miss Mary Hop-

good. The bank now has 57 em-
ployees.

In September 1930 the bank
moved to the McAdoo building

on S. Elm St., where they were
until October of 1934. They then

moved into the Banner Building

where they remained until Sep
tember 1944, when they occupiec

their present location in the

Southeastern Building.

The Bank of Greensboro was
the first bank in the city to open

a drive-in branch, in September

1949, at 621 S. Elm St. They
opened a second drive-in in the

Summit Shopping Center in Jan

uary 1953.

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With "lightness" still the mo-

tive for summer menus, the fol-

lowing suggestions are offered.

PINEAPPLE

Pee! the pineapple, dig out

all the eyes, then cut from the

core downward, or chop in a

chopping-bowl, and set on ice un-

til ready to serve. Then sugar

the fruit well, and form into a

mound in a dish. Garnish the base

well with leaves or small fruit of

any kind. You may squeeze the

juice of one orange over all.

PEACHES
Peel fine, ripe freestone peach-

es. Cover plentifully with pulve-

rized sugar, and serve with whip-

ped cream. The cream should be

ice cold. Peaches should not be

sliced until just before dining,

or they will be very apt to change

color.

WATERMELONS
Use only those melons that are

perfectly ripe. Do not select

those that are very large in cir-

cumference; a rough melon with

a bumpy surface is the best.

Either cut in half or plijg and

fill with the following: Put on

to boil some pale sherry or claret

and boil down to quite a thick

syrup with sugar. Pour this into

either a plugged melon or over

the half-cut melon, and lay on

ice for a couple of hours before

serving. If you use claret you may
spice it while boiling with whole

spices.

SNOWFLAKES
Grate a large cocoanut into a

fruit dish, and mix it thoroughly

and lightly with pulverized sugar.

Serve with whipped or plain

sweet cream.

TUTTI-FRUTTI
Slice oranges, bananas, pineap-

ples and arrange in a glass bowl;

sprinkle with pulverized sugar,

and serve either with wine or

cream. You may use both.

RIPE TOMATOES
Select nice, large, well-shaped

tomatoes, pare, slice and put on

ice. When ready to serve sprin-

kle each layer thickly with pul-

verized sugar.

FROSTED APPLES

Pare and core six large apples.

Cover wtih one pint of water and

three tablespoons of sugar; sim-

mer until tender. Remove from
the syrup and drain. Wash the

parings and let simmer with a

little water for one-half hour.

Beat the white of one egg to a

stiff froth and add one tablespoon

of sugar. Coat the top of the ap-

ples lightly with the meringue

and place in a cool oven to dry.

Strain the juice from the parings,

add two tablespoons of sugar, re-

turn to the fire and let boil for

five minutes; add a few drops

of lemon juice and a little nut-

meg, cool and pour around the

apples.

APPLE FLOAT

Peel six big apples and slice

them. Put them in a saucepan

with just enough water to cover

them and cook until tender. Then
put them through a colander and

add the grated rind and juice of

half a lemon, sweeten to taste

and stir in a trace of nutmeg.

Fold in the stiffly beaten whites

of four eggs and put the dish on

ice. Serve with whipped or plain

cream.

APPLE COMPOTE

Take six apples ("Greenings,"

"Baldwins" or "Bellflowers" )

,

pare, quarter, core and lay them
in cold water as soon as pared.

Then take the parings and seeds,

put in a dish with a cup of water

and a cup of white wine,

and boil for about fifteen

minutes. Strain through a fine

sieve, then put on to boil again,

and add half a cup of white sugar

and the peel of half a lemon.

Put in the apples and let them
stew for fifteen minutes longer.

When the apples are tender, take

up each piece carefully with a

silver spoon and lay on a platter

to cool. Let the syrup boil down
to about half the quantity you

had after removing the apples,

and add to it the juice of half

a lemon. Lay your apples in a

fruit dish, pyramid shape, pour

the syrup over them, serve.

Visiting the stores, theatres,

restaurants, etc., and seeing He-

brew written and hearing it spok-

en as a living language, brought

to mind another prophecy:

"Therefore, wait ye upon Me
saith the Lord . . . for then I

will turn to the people a pure

language that they all may call

upon the Name of the Lord to

serve Him with one consent"

(Zephandiah 3:8-9). Who inspir-

ed Eliezer ben Yehuda to toil for

forty years to restore Hebrew to

Palestine in order that the Jews

from every nation could be united

by their ancient tongue?

Across the Valley of Hinnon

was Mt. Zion, on which was the

supposed tomb of David. Accord-

ing to history, when the Moham-
medan Sultan Suleiman rebuilt

the walls of Jerusalem in 1542,

he left Mt. Zion outside the en-

closure. This act made possible

the fulfillment of Micah 3-12 that

Zion would be "plowed as a

field." I have been told that this

is the only part of Jerusalem that

has ever been plowed. God has

spoken many wonderful things

through the prophets concerning

Zion; i. e., Isaiah 2, Joel 3:17 and

Zechariah 8:3. Among others,

God has promised that in the

latter days peace on earth will

come, originating not from Lake

Success, Geneva or Rome, but

from Mt. Zion (Micah 4:1-3).

It was Christmas Eve; throngs

of people had passed through the

Mandelbaum Gate to take part in

the pageantry along the via Do-

lorosa, but all the weird chant-

ing, cross-bearing, and mournful

tolling of bells did not inspire

me. What did inspire me was

the thought, that God had begun

to answer the prayers of the

126th Psalm repeated in the Sed-

er, the prayer in the Shemor'ah

Esreh, and the Christian's prayer,

"Thy Kingdom come."

We visited many synagogues

where the orthodox Jew is look-

ing for the Messiah to come. The
orthodox Christian believes He
hss already come. They may both

find they are right when the in-

visible Captain of the Host of Is-

rael becomes visible. In that day

the Jews will say, "This is our

God, we have waited for Him"
(Isaiah 29:9). The Gentiles will

send ambassadors, who will say,

"We will go with you for we have

heard that God is with you"

(Zechariah 8:23).

In summing up my impressions

of the land of Israel today, I will

say that it is a modern miracle

being unfolded before our eyes

into the mould cast by God
through the prophets long ago.

The generals located strategic

supply roads by following the

written record of the Bible, and

the copper mines of Solomon
were discovered in the same way.

The Yemenite climbed aboard the

first airplane he had ever seen

without fear. Why? Because it

is written, concerning the final

return, "Who are these that fly

as a cloud and as doves to their

windows?" Water is being located

under the Negev, trees and plants

are being grown profusely and

many other things done by be-

lieving and following the Bible

literally.

Even the English will have to

admit that the Battle at Safed

and the Jordan Valley were won
in a manner absolutely inexplic-

able.

My greatest desire is that both

Jew and Christian will recognize

God's hand in these things and be-

gin to read the Bible as a living

Book, not only of the past, but

of the present and future!

The Tercentenary In Retrospect

Now that the observance of the American Jewish Tercente-
nary has become a part of history, we can better look at it in

retrospect, and evaluate it.

It will be recalled that there was by no means unanimity
among us Jews in this country as to whether a celebration should

be held at all. When the idea was first projected, there were
those who felt that marking the occasion of the three hun-
dredth year after the landing of the group of Jews in New
Amsterdam might seem like a defense mechanism. Many won-
dered whether, after all, we had anything to celebrate. Others
were concerned with whether the techniques of the observance
would redound to our credit.

To our way of thinking, most of these questins have been
satisfactorily answered. We believe that in general, the obser-

vance was conducted in a highly creditable manner. From our
own observation, together with what we have been able to ascer-

tain, participation was quite general, and the several Jewish or-

ganizations that go to make up the Jewish community shared

in carrying out the purposes of the celebration as they inter-

preted them. By nature of the set-up perhaps the only one that

was feasible, all things taken into consideration,—much of the

initiative and responsibility rested on the individual communi-
ties.

By and large, we feel that the observance served a very defi-

nite purpose. It is quite generally admitted that attitudes as

between different groups are affected by lack of information,

one of the other. We feel that the Tercentenary observance did

a lot to acquaint many who did not previously know, what
American Jewry had contributed to the growth of the entire

American community over the three hundred years.

The event took place in a period when world problems and
iilocal difficulties were causing concern, as they still are, to those

who are longing for long-range security and peace of mind.

[Jewish history, as portrayed in the Tercentenary observance,

[brought to mind that with us Jews the matter of achieving

Security was ever a nebulous pursuit. Perhaps, by inference, our

[neighbors have been heartened to believe, that if, after so many
i:enturies of turmoil and unrest the Jews have been able to

Imrvive, there is reason to hope that world civilization too, will

be able to make it.

I Therefore it is our considered opinion that the leadership in

l:he celebration undertaking is entitled to our thanks and appre-

ciation. It was a task that was by no means easy, and to those

livho projected and executed it should go the kudos for a job

^vell done.

f'Now Is The Time"
The supplementary instruction issued by the Supreme Court

|)f the United States bearing on the implementation of its ruling

egarding segregation in the public schools of the country, has

igain focussed attention on that issue.

Rulings affecting minority groups are always of interest to

is as Jews. We recommend therefore, a reading of "Now Is

The Time", by Lillian Smith. Miss Smith, a native Southerner,

is perhaps best remembered for her best-seller, "Strange Fruit",
published something over ten years ago.

One of Miss Smith's observations we feel is worth quoting.
She says, "The giving up of segregation is a change that takes
place in minds. It will affect our external way of life very little.

We are confronted with no loss of life, no rationing of food
and fuel, as in war; no economic difficulties, as in a depression;
no risk of crippling effects, as on certain epidemics; no loss of
property or disruption of communication, as in storms. What
we are facing to-day is the crumbling of an old idea."

The book is a calm, exhaustive dissertation on segregation and
related matters. It should be a constructive source of inspiration
to those who are concerned with the implementation of the
Court's decision. There is nothing inflamatory in it, and it pre-
sents a line of reasoning that should be helpful where any doubt
as to the justification of the ruling might still exist.

A Milestone For A Fine Organization

When a man reaches forty, he usually takes stock of himself.
When a humanitarian agency reaches its fortieth birthday, one
can be sure that the community has long since taken stock of it

and found it worthy of support.

The Joint Distribution Committee recently observed its

fortieth anniversary. As agencies go, this is a venerable age. And
JDC has reached this age because it has provided American
Jews of all classes and all shades of thinking with an instrument
for meeting the desperate needs of Jews overseas during the
past four decades.

Hundreds of thousands of Jews, from South America to Isra-

el, from Morocco to New York, owe their lives to the rescue
activities of the JDC. Born of the emergencies of Worlf War I

when a central distributing agency was needed for the relief of
European and Palestinian sufferers, the Joint Distribution
Committee has since then been a synonym for help, strength
and hope for Jews the world over in times of disaster.

Two World Wars and the Nazi regime might have wiped out
the Jewish communities of Europe completely had it not been
for the heroic relief work of the JDC. The magnitude of its

achievements defies description. Its role in the Germany of the

thirties, during World War II, and even in the concentration
camps, is woven into the fabric of Jewish history. It brought
food, clothing, medical aid; it helped support Jewish schools

and aided many hundreds of thousands to escape to lands of

freedom.

To those who survived the horrors of the concentration

camps, it opened a new life. And, after Israel was born, it under-
took the responsibility of under-writing the huge wave of immi-
gration to the Jewish state and to support aged and disabled new-
comers there.

But a fortieth birthday means looking ahead as well as look-

ing back. Unfortunately the JDC's task is not yet finished. In

Europe, JDC still must help several thousand of the surviving

remnants of the concentration camps. In Moslem countries it

continues the fight against disease, poverty and starvation in tfr

ghettos. In Israel, the work it began in 1948 is far from over.

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LYDDA—
The Airport City

By S. J. KESSLER

The Lydda Airport is the larg-

est and most well known in the

Middle East. Planes from Ameri-

ca, Engand, Switzerland, France

and many other parts of the

world land with thousands of

tourists who come to visit the

young state, Israel. Not many

of the tourists visit the Airport

City Lydda. They usually go from

the Airport to the large cities

such as Tel-Aviv, Haifa, Jeru-

salem, etc. The Airport City of

Lydda is not known to the many

visitors. They do not know that

the city has a unique chapter

in the history of the state. The

delegation with which my grand-

son, Paul, and I came to Israel

also went from the Lydda Air-

port to Tel-Aviv, and during our

four weeks' visit in Israel, the

City of Lydda was not mentioned

to us by any of our guides.

In the first newspaper I

bought in Tel-Aviv, I saw many
articles dedicated to the City of

Lydda which I read on the bus

on our first tour in this largest

city of Israel, Tel-Aviv. From the

many informative articles in the

newspapers, I became interested

in knowing more about that city.

From the information I gath-

ered speaking to many people

in Tel-Aviv and the newspapers,

I learned that Lydda has made

tremendous progress and has set

an example to many other cities

of the state. I learned that before

the war with the Arabs there

were in Lydda 25,000 Arabs. Dur-

ing the war all but 2,000 Arabs

left the city as they did in other

parts of Israel. During the war

the city, like many other parts

of the state, was totally de-

stroyed.

After the war, on May 27, 1949,

Mr. Pasach Lave was appointed

Mayor of the city. I had the

privilege of meeting Mr. Lave,

and I spoke to him for thirty

minutes. The mayor informed me
that after the war, there was not

one piece of furniture left. He

had to sit on a broken box to

make plans for the future of the

city. A group of 10 men were

seated on the floor in a ruined

house, and with 18 Israeli pounds

in the city treasury, they started

to build up the city.

There was no electricity or

water, with the exception of a

well from which the Arabs used

to get water. The city had to be

cleared from the ruins left from

the war.

At present the city is governed

by a city council of 11 men in-

cluding 1 Arab representative.

Lydda now has a population of

18,000 Jews and 2,500 Arabs;

40 percent of the Arabs are work-

ing in factories and many on

farms. There is a tobacco fac-

tory with 260 men and 35 wom-
en employed. In 1951 they pro-

duced 6 tons of tobacco monthly.

In 1953-54 the production was

30 tons monthly which is 75 per-

cent of the tobacco used in Israel.

The balance is being imported

from Virginia, U. S. A. They have

an oil refinery with 325 people

employed, an ice factory with 120

people employed, a match fac-

tory, a syrup and pudding fac-

tory with over 375 workers. Ger-

man refugees make up 90 per-

cent of the management and

workers of the syrup and pud-

ding factory; 75 percent of the

products are exported. All fac-

tories have modern machinery

which is being sent from Ger-

many through the German Rep
arations Act with Israel.

They have 3 public schools, a

high school, an university, 2

schools for Arabs with Arab

teachers. There is no segregation

in Israel. The Arabs can go to

any school they desire. Two more
schools are being built which will

be completed by the end of

1955. They have an Old Aged
Home with 40 residents, aged 65

to 87, one children's home, a

hospital with 49 beds and all

modern equipment. The city is

growing fast and by 1956 they

expect to have a population of

33,000.

It is easy to write of all the

tremendous achievements, but

when you walk on the nicely

paved streets of Lydda, and you

see the fine parks, homes, syna-

gogues, municipal buildings, the

many trees planted by the J. N.

F., you are compelled to stop

and think. You ask yourself, how
is so much progress possible in

such a short time on a land which

was, literally speaking, a desert

without a spark of human civili-

zation only 6 years ago, and

where a bloddy war was fought,

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Charlotte, N. G.—Temple Israel
Mrs. Howard Pollard, Correspondent

where the population consists of

a people who were considered an

unproductive element for hun-

dreds of years in exile, being per-

secuted and discriminated against

in nearly every country the world

over. They are the ones who are

building modern cities, cultivat-

ing land which was neglected for

centuries and dried out from the

sun, where every foot of soil has

to be irrigated and swamps had

to be cleared from malaria. When
you see all this progress, you

cannot conceive how it is possi-

ble. You think your eyes are de-

ceiving you.

I spoke to many people of that

city: workers, businessmen, pro-

fessionals and men and women
engaged in farming. All they

wish for is peace. They are all

working with hope and faith for

a better world, for a place to

live as people like other nations

do.

Miss Dvorah Rumbart, a teach-

er of history in one of the schools

in Lydda, assigned as my guide

during my short visit there, gave

me a lecture on the past history

of our people.

I expressed my admiration of

the many people I had spoken to

and their readiness and deter-

mination to make so many sacri-

fices for the survival of our peo-

ple as a nation in the lands of our

ancestors.

Miss Rumbart said to me,

"Chaver Kessler, haven't we suf-

fered for centuries? Haven't we
been enslaved and persecuted for

nearly two thousand years the

world over? But we did not lose

hope, and we did not give up our

spiritual values which gave us

courage and insniration for a

brighter future. We have waited

and hoped to return to the prom-

ised land, the land waited for us

like a mother waits for her lost

children.

"This land has been in posses-

sion of many nations during our

exile, but none of them made
any effort to creat civilization

here. We have softened the soil

of Israel with our sweat and

blood. We are making every ef-

fort possible to live in peace with

our neighboring countries be-

cause it is an historic fact that

wars don't build but destroy, and

one war leads to another. No na-

tion profits by war. You know,

Chaver Kessler, what our im-

mortal Prophet Isiah said?"

I replied, "He said so many
things, but since you are speak-

ing of war and peace, perhaps

you are referring to his command
to our people. Not by physical

means, not by fire nor sword

shall Israel become the world's

instructor, but by the word of the

spirit of the Almighty."

"Yes, Chaver Kessler," she re-

plied. "That is just the way we
want to live and build our coun

try— in peace. We want to make
place for many others to come
and find a home where they can

live as free people."

"Yes, Miss Rumbart, from what

I saw here and in other parts of

Israel, all I can sav is that the

soirit of God is with you. I had

to come to Israel to appreciate

the real meaning of what I once

read about the French Atheist,

Voltaire, who inquired of a Ber-

lin pastor his proof for the exis-

tence of God. The pastor replied

that the best evidence is the

Jews, for ever since their state

was destroyed every generation

and nearly every country strove

to annihilate them, but they were

not successful."

For, as we are taught by our

Sages, wherever Jews go, the

"Shekinah" presence of God ac-

companies them.

I saw God's wonders in Israel.

Dr. Salk never would have hap-

pened if the quota system had

succeeded in excluding him from

his profession.

"Indeed, these bigots should

take from this a lesson on how

inhumanely and cruelly their

minds may work when they say

in effect, 'We don't care what

this prospective student, might do

for medicine and humanity; first

we must know what his religious

affiliation is."

So, by Mr. Bronenberg's sug-

gestion, I address this memoran-

dum to every quota college:

Gentlemen: A memorandum
to your consciences, though I

would rather that your consci-

ences already have been deeply

moved by the case of Jonas Salk.

I should like to believe that

your consciences have been

speaking to you as follows in this

matter: "Let us go back to the

beginning of Jonas Salk's career

in medicine and consider what
might have happened to him, if

you had had your way with him.

"Let us go back to the year

1935 when he took up the study

of medicine. He had just, com-

pleted his Bachelor of Arts course

in New York City College. He
may have come to your door to

enter medicine.

"Of course, you would have

looked into him, in accordance

with your ways; and, indeed, it

is good that every aspirant for

the medical profession be thor-

oughly looked into, in order that

only the best minds and finest

spirits may enter.

"So, having received his appli-

cation, you take steps to inquire

into young Jonas Salk. You find

he is a boy who has made high

grades in the schools he attend-

ed . high school and City Col-

lege; and a fine kid all around.

"Your investigators go farther:

Of what religious affiliation is

Jonas Salk? You have made that

a qualification for admission;

that is to say, you don't let him
in if he stems from a certain re-

ligion. You find that Jonas has

been a bright, diligent boy in the

Bronx Talmud Torah which is

something Jewish; you learn that

he was bar mitzvah which is

something else Jewish—a ritual

act in a synagogue.

"So you don't let Jonas Salk

into your school. He is of the

Jews. You send him away from

your door.

"That's what might have hap-

pened to Janos Salk had he come

to you in the beginning. There

would have been no Dr. Jonas

Salk had your way of discrimina-

tion been practiced in all col-

leges. For shame, gentlemen! At

least, let us look with penitence

toward the future. Other Salks

probably will be coming along to

your doors to get in."

Thus their consciences may be

speaking to the managements of

quota colleges; I hope so, anyway.

Happily, Jonas Salk was admitted

into the medical college of New
York University (they seem not

to mind an applicant's racial or

religious identity there. ) He was

graduated in 1940. He has honor-

ed his college as he blessed man-

kind.

Mr. Bronenberg was speaking

of Jonas Salk as "one of our

boys" That's in line with the

prideful talk I've been hearing

about Jonas Salk. People are

thinking of him as a noble kins-

man in the mishpocha, a young

brother who has brought credit

to the whole family.

This pride is to be found even

among those of us who like to

believe there's nothing special

in the Jewish identity that's dif-

ferent from other groups; that

being a Jew is nothing more than

being one of a group of people

who happen to atend the same

kind of house of worship, like

Presbyterians, or Methodists.

I found even gentlemen of the

American Council for Judaism

feeling proud of Jonas Salk as

one they could feel close to for

family reasons. As you may know.

The American Council for Juda-

ism stands for the religious in-

terpretation of the Jewish ident-

ity only.

One of them was saying to me:

"Salk is some one for all of us

Jews to be proud of. One of our

people, a good brother, you might

say. On account of him I've felt

lifted up as Jew" ... He was re-

gretting that in the local press

he had found no mention of the

fact that Jonas Salk is of the

Jews.

Well, it all brings us back to

the old, old question, What's a

Jew? which we come to finally

in all Jewish discussion, whether

it has to do with elephants, with

Israel, or, as of now, with Jonas

Salk. It's an ancient puzzler and

our scholarly authorities keep on

arguing about it.

Now. somehow, the universal

kinsmanly Jewish pride over Jon-

as Salk seems to give something

like a positive answer, like this:

Yes, being a Jew is to be one of

a family. As such a family we re-

joice in any member who has

made good in a way that brings

credit to the whole — this big

house of Judaism with all kinds

of apartments in it. We feel we
have a share in the good brother;

he has lived and he has done his

work in accordance with the good

teaching he has had in our house

His head rises high toward tho

height of Sinai where we all came
from.

That may not be exactly a

scholarly analysis of what being

a Jew is, but its authority comes

out of the feeling that has been

revealed by the Jewish pride over

Jonas Salk. It's of the Jewish

people themselves.

We are still in the period when
lightness of the menu is an im-

portant consideration. Here are

some suggestions that, will fall

in line with that type of eating.

A DELICIOUS CREAM CHEESE
Sweet milk is allowed to stand

until it is like a jelly, but does

not separate. Then it is poured

into a cheese-cloth bag and hung

up to drain until all the water is

out of it and only the rich creamy

substance remains. Sometimes it

takes from twelve to twenty-four

hours. At the end of this time

the cheese is turned from the bag

into a bowl; then to every pint

of the cheesy substance a table-

spoon of butter is added and

enough salt to season it palatably.

Then it is whipped up wjth a fork

until it is a smooth paste and

enough put on a plate to make
a little brick, like a Philadelphia

cheese. With two knives, one in

each hand, lightly press the

cheese together in the shape of

a brick, smooth it over the top

ana put it away to cool. One
qusrt of rich sour milk will make
a good sized cheese.

CHEESE BALLS, NO. 1

Take one cake of cream cheese,

one-quarter of a pound of chop-

ped walnuts, roll into balls and
serve on lettuce leaves.

CHEESE BALLS, NO. 2

Mix one cake Neufchatel

cheese, a piece of butter the size

of the cheese, one tablespoon of

crean;, one-quarter teaspoon of

.salt and six dashes of Tabasco
Sauce and form one large ball or

several small ones and roll in

chopped pecan nuts.

CHEESE SOUFFLE
Dissolve one and one-half

tablespoons of butter, add one
tablespoon of flour, stir until it

loosens from the pan; add one
and one-half cups of rich milk,

pepper and salt. Take from the

fire, add gradually four egg yolks

and three-quarters of a cup of

grated cheese, then the stiffly

beaten white of eggs. Bake in a

hot oven in china ramekins about

fifteen minutes and serve immed-
iately.

TOMATOES, EGGS AND
CHEESE (HUNGARIAN STYLE)

Place two tablespoons of but-

ter in a pan (after having the

water boil to heat the pan). Let

butter melt, add one small onion

chopped fine and cook until soft,

a pint of tomatoes strained and
let come to a boil; add one-half

pound mild cheese cut fine, and
stir until smooth. Break in three

eggs and stir hard until eggs are

done. Serve on buttered toast.

CHEESE OMELET
Cook in double boiler one cup

of milk, add one tablespoon of

butter, one tablespoon of flour

blended together and cook till

thick; one cup of cheese cut up
added, and stir till dissolved. Re-
move from fire and stir in yolks
of four eggs beaten, one-half tea-

spoon of salt (pepper). Fold in

whites of four eggs beaten stiff

and a pinch of baking powder.
Bake in a buttered dish one-half
hour.

CHEESE AND SWEET GREEN-
PEPPERS

Cheese and peppers make a
very nice combination. Melt two
ounces of cheese, add a table-

spoon of chopped peppers and
the same amount of butter, a lit-

tle paprika, salt, and if liked,

mustard. When the ingredients
have been well blended pour the
mixture on hot buttered toast

and serve.

MACARONI AND CHEESE
Break three ounces of maca-

roni—noodles or spaghetti an-

swer equally well—into small

pieces, boil in rapidly boiling

salted water; when tender drain

off the water and add half a pint,

of milk; cool slowly till the mac-

aroni has absorbed most of the

milk. To half a pint of thick white

sauce add two ounces of grated

cheese and mix with the maca-

roni; last of all add two well-

beaten eggs. Butter a pudding

mold, sprinkle it with browned

bread crumbs and pour in the

macaroni mixture; steam gently

for about half an hour, turn out

and fill the centre with stewed

tomatoes and mushrooms,
