Rosh Hashona—No Longer A Yahrzeit

Guest Editorial By Rabbi William B. Gold,

President North Carolina Association of Rabbis

In a few days Jews the world over, whether they are in the

majority, such as in Israel; a distinguished minority, such as in

America; or a remnant of refugees scattered throughout the

world, will gather in the synagogues to usher in the year 5716.

From all four corners of the earth these words of hope will come
forth like the sound of the Shofar: "Our God and God of our

fathers, reign over the whole Universe in Thy glory, and in Thy
splendor be exalted over all the earth."

The Jew of the Twentieth Century has gone through a great

period of wrestling with himself. In striving to create a better

world in which to live, he has too often "cast off the fetters"

that bound him to his past and to his traditions. In his zeal to re-

form the world, he ignored his own ego, his own problems, and
his own needs with the motto that salvation lies in our becoming
like the Goyim. Thus, a new type of Judaism arose which went
above the various definitions of «"ur faith as they have been

practiced. True to their promise, the followers of the new idea

became like the Goyim. They rarely went to the synagogue,

rarely gave to Jewish causes, did not give their children a Jewish
education; they kept bending over backwards to prove that

Jews were just like everybody else, but not like their ancestors.

This prompted one of our leading rabbis to comment, "the High
Holidays have come to be observed by many of our people as a

kind of Yahrzeit for the Judaism which died with our parents."

World War II, which witnessed the slaughter of one-third of

our people, and homelessness of hundreds of thousands of our
I rethren, two dastardly acts in which the rest of the world
looked on with great indifference, caused ths Jew of the Twenti-
eth Century to take another look at himself. He discovered that

there were many fields in which it was not too complimentary,
from the Jewish point of view, to be like the Goyim. It taught
him that his problems are basically his own to be met and solved

by himself. And so, in the past few years, there has been a trend

back to the synagogue, and a rededication of the Jewish spirit

to Jewish values. Children have streamed to the Hebrew School

and Sunday School as never before; Hebrew in the classroom

and in our liturgy has been either reintroduced, or reinforced;

and the Jew began taking pride in the many distinctive features

of Judaism which distinguished him from the Goyim. He now
knows that he can be a very good citizen, even a better citizen

than before, and yet emphasize these ancient values which are

basically Jewish in his everyday living. This may account for the

phenomenal success of the UJA and the acomplishments of the

Federated Charity drives throughout the country. With the

advent of this Rosh Hashona, marking eleven full years since

World War II, it is our avowed responsibility to reflect upon
our needs and plan and work towards meeting them.

In the second century of the Common Era, in the time fraught

with problems such as ours, Rabbi Jacob made the following ob-

servation which is preserved in the Ethics of our Fathers: "He

who journeys on the road of life and ponders deeply over its

aim and significance, but relinquishes his contemplation because
of the allurement of his environment, saying 'how beautiful
this flower bed, how exquisite this fruit tree,' jeopardizes his

spiritual welfare." We cannot be lured away from the beauty
of the Torah and its aims by neglecting it for things of a tempo-
rary value.

It has been brought to my attention that several new syna-
gogues are being erected in the state of North Carolina in com-
munities which heretofore had felt themselves too small and too
weak to undertake such a project. Rabbis inform me that their

programs of Hebrew study have been strengthened, the hours
of teaching increased, and the emphasis on Israel and its contri-

butions stressed. Laymen tell me that they are anxious to learn

those things which they had neglected in their youth, and wished
to put into practice old skills long unused. Leaders in philan-
thropic causes have been eager to note that though the number
of large contributions has been on the decrease, more people are

giving to charitable causes than ever before. Yes, we who are

journeying on the road of life must not relinquish our contem-
plations and we dare not waver from our achievements and our
self-respect.

This responsibility is doubly significant to our state and those

that surround it. We who are building new synagogues are not
creating monuments but are building spiritual homes, in which
we must live, being constant, its frequenters and whole-hearted
supporters. We who are rediscovering our faith must reenter the

Beth-Hamidrash, the Rouse of study, to learn and to know, to

appreciate and to live our Judaism to its fullest. We who are

called upon to give must have a knowledge of the institutions

and the organizations which we are supporting, that they be

Jewish, that they be progressive, that they be helped. Last, and
on the same vein, let us set a goal for this year of 5716. Let us

build a Jewish Home for the Aged, which will take in all of

those values which we have just enumerated and will give us

complete pride, satisfaction, and renewed self-respect in seeing

that those who have given us our traditions have a home in

which they can live out their lives in peace, in comfort and with

a maximum of Jewish living.

Let us change Rosh Hashona from the Yahrzeit for the Juda-
ism of our parents to the rebirth of our own faith and living.

Women In The Rabbinate?

Dr. Barnett R. Bfickner, of Cleveland, whose prophecy on
the next 100 years of American Judaism appears elsewhere in this

issue, has made a proposal which, while not new, will probably

be discussed pro and con for some time to come.

In his presidential address to the Central Conference of

American Rabbis in June, Rabbi Brickner proposed that women
be accepted in the rabbinate. There will be no action on the pro-

posal until next year, when a special committee appointed to

study the matter, will report.

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The Irish In The
Chief Rabbi Of Israel

Jewish tradition speaks of how
versed one of the sages of the Tal-

mud was in astronomy. This sage

has his counterpart in the unique

Chief Rabbi of Israel, Isaac Her-

zog, who has lately taken up the

study of physics. Rabbi Herzog

is also something of a matheme
tician and in addition speaks a

multitude of languages including

Hebrew, Russian, French, Arabic

and English with an Irish accent.

It is the last which always pro-

vokes the most eye lifting. An
Irish Jew is of itself something

of an amomaly to most. If Mr.

Shitreet, the Israeli Chief of Po-

lice, came from Ireland, it would

be regarded as in the nature of

things, but the Chief Rabbi! How-
ever it should be remembered
that the police and the spiritual

leaders are essentially concerned

in forwarding the same objec-

tives—the keeping of the Ten
Commandments—in their differ-

ent ways, of course. Again, to the

Irish themselves it should occa-

sion no surprise, tor Irish legend

provides a precedent. According

to this legend, the prophet Jere-

miah paid a visit to the Emerald
Isle five centuries before the

common era.

Recently, when Rabbi Herzog
visited Toronto to address an
Israel Bond function, one of the

first to buy an Israel Bond was
a local Irish Club. It was their

way of paying tribute to a fellow

Irishman.

"I am a former Irishman my-
self", said Rabbi Herzog address-

ing a meeting of Irish in the
States. "Once an Irishman—all

ways an Irishman" called out one

of his hearers.

A spot of shamrock is in him

which he has managed to fuse

with a rose of Sharon. The Chief

Rabbi is frankly fond of Ireland,

and when in a conversational

mood, he is apt to regale one

with stories of old Erin. It may
even be about the clergy of Ire-

land with whom he had many
fraternal contacts in days of old.

He may tell the one about Pat

receiving the last rites and ask-

ing the priest for a repeat. "Once
is enough" admonishes the priest.

"It will take you where you want
to go. Pat, my boy, why do you
want me to repeat the words?"

"It Isn't the words. Father,

it's your breath," Pat replies.

Rabbi Herzog told Eamon de

Valera, who visited him in Israel,

that the Jews and Irish have one
thing in common, the Jews do
not speak Hebrew and the Irish

do not speak Gaelic. The Jews
in Israel are apparently meeting
with more success in restoring

the Hebrew tongue than the Irish

are having with Gaelic, but there

are other ties than this negative

quality. Both were landless peo-

ple, the Irish landless in their

own land until lately—and both
are a widely dispersed people.

Both doubtless partake of some
common attributes from this ir-

regularity.

Slight in figure, clad in a

black coat, the Chief Rabbi al-

ways walking with his cane is a

picturesque figure. He oozes wit,

and warm friendliness. During a

press conference, a reporter ask-

ed about a book he was carrying.

"It is the Bible. Do you want

me to teach it to you?" The Chief

Rabbi went on to relate the well-i

known story about Hillel. "A
man came to a rabbi once and

said, 'Teach me Judaism while

I stand on one leg.' The rabbi

said. "I can do that. The Bible

says, Love thy neighbor as thy-

self. That is the law. All the rest

is elaboration.'
"

Visiting the White House, he

soon was engaged with President

Truman in matching quotations

from the Bible. He has a genius

for invoking the common touch.

His father, Rabbi Joel Herzog,

at one time the Chief Rabbi of

Paris, was regarded a brilliant

Talmudist and the son evinced

precocity. At the age of 25, the

doctorate of Letters was confer-

red on him by the University of

London. Members of the extrem-

ists Naturei Karta. the ultra orth-

odox group who refuses to ac-

knowledge the redemption of Is-

rael save by supranatural inter-

vention, when vexed with the

Ctref Rabbi, likes to call him

"Doctor" Herzog.

Rabbi Herzog for a time was

dubious about following the rab-

binical calling. He had in fact

gone so far as to pursue studies

at the Sorbonne with a view to

becoming an archaeologist. A
dream he had on the night of

Rosh Hashonah in which a for-

mer revered teacher appeared to

him with ominous prophecies

about the fate of Israel is said

to have worked on his latent mys-

ticism and resolved him to turn

to the rabbinate.

Rabbi Herzog made his first

visit to the Holy Land in 1934

when he came to bring the re-

mains of his father. He was warm-

ly welcomed and spoke before

many Yeshivoth. The following

year, on the death of Chief Rabbi

Abraham I. Kook, he was chosen

the latter's successor. It was no

easy matter to take the place

of the utterly consecrated Rabbi

Kook, one of the authenic spirit-

ual geniuses which Jewry has

begotten in these latter days.

Rabbi Herzog is a voluminous
author. His magnum opus is the

three volume "Main Institutes

of Jewish Law". He toured the

U. S. in behalf of Jewish refu-

gees and intervened personally

with the Pope in behalf of the

Jewish children who were given

to the custody of Catholic homes
to save them from Hitler. During
the Israeli war for liberation he
was an inspiring figure in Jerus-

alem. In the city's darkest days,

he said, "The Jews may be taken
out of Jerusalem dead, they will

never be taken out alive."

The same faith was his when
Palestine seemed likely to fall to

German hands. When Rommel's
batteries pressed on Alexandria
and the Nazi Marshall, so sure of

victory, according to the news
papers, was already preparing to

celebrate with a debauch at Shep-
herd's Hotel in a few days, Rabbi
Herzog started on a return jour-

ney to Palestine. The British at

the ^'me were giving serious con-

sideration to the evacuation of

Palestine.

Lord Halifax, British Ambassa-

dor to Washington asked Rabbi

Herzog if he was not apprehen-

The Tercentenary celebration

which has occupied the attention

of the American Jewish commun-

ity throughout the past year is

now over. It is only natural that

we should turn our thoughts to

the future and speculate on what

fes ahead for the Jewish com-

munity in the next, the fourth

century.

When we Jews came to these

shores in 1564, we promised Pet-

er Stuyvesant that we would al-

ways take care of our own poor.

We have not only kept that prom-

ise in the United States but all

over the world. In fact, philan-

thropy has been our major con-

cern. It has cost, over three hun-

dred million dollars a year to

take care of the vast Jewish net-

work of local, national, and over-

seas relief; to help with the es-

tablishment of the Jewish State

of Israel; to defend ourselves

against anti-Semitism; to cover

our religious needs. In the last

seven years this has mounted to

over one billion dollars, exclus-

ive of money which Jews have

contributed to the general Com-
munity Chests. It has een esti-

mated that the average Jew gives

about six times as much to char-

ity as the average non-Jew. This

generosity does not mean that.

Jews are richer than other peo-

ple, but that tradition has condi-

tioned them with a stronger sense

of social responsibility and a

keener emotional response to hu-

man needs. And certainly these

needs have been world-shaking

in the last two decades.

Now that the needs of Jewish

life are changing—philanthropi-

sed not play so important a

role. The reasons are many. First,

immigration, the largest single

factor in our philanthropic pro-

gram, has virtually ceased. Jews

now established here have be-

come self-supporting Secondly,

the government, with its vast

program of social security "from

the cradle to the grave," is eas-

ing the burden on private phi-

lanthropy In the third place, Eu-

rope has become virtually Juden-

rein; Hitler and the war took

care of that. There remains only

Israel and the tragic plight of the

eight hundred thousand Jews in

North Africa, many of whom
will eventually be resettled in

Israel.

Despite the present tensions,

I believe the Arab world will

come to appreciate that the Jews

are peace-loving, not beligerent

and that they are in Israel to

stay, as guaranteed under the

U. N. Charter; that they do not,

mean to expand their present

frontiers, nor will they permit

their contraction; that they are a

tremendous asset for democracy

and economic improvement; that

Jews and Arabs are of the same
race; that Israel does not want

to be an island in an Arab sea,

but integrated into the Near East;

in other words, that Arabs and

Jews need each other. This most

Arab leaders know, but for rea-

sons of "saving face" are not yet

prepared to acknowledge. Ulti-

mately, then, a viable, durable

peace is inevitable.

Israel, still an infant state, will

need our nursing for many years

to come. It is remarkable how
much has already been accomp-

lished with so little. Nothing like

it has ever been achieved in his-

tory. I believe Israel is destined

to grow into a community of two

to three million self-sustaining

Jews, who will make their contri-

bution to Jewish life and to man-

kind.

One hundred years from now,

I believe, there will be two great.

Jewish centers in the world

—

America and Israel; America,

predominantly a religious center,

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A Visit From A Trouble-Maker

Bryant Bowles, who has achiev-

ed a certain amount of notoriety

and success in the wake of the

Supreme Court desegration de-

cision by helping to foment

school strikes in Milford, Dela-

ware, Baltimore, Maryland and

Washington, D. C. recently tried

his luck in Charlotte, North Car-

olina but found the people there

not in the mood to buy his brand

of bigotry. The youthful, Flori-

da-born founder of the National

Association for the Advancement

of the White People had been

invited to Charlotte by a group

of citizens who wanted to learn

more about the organization's

"program, aims and ideals," and

plans were made for a mass rally

at the Municipal Stadium.

Almost from the beginning,

things went wrong for Bowles.

Two days before his scheduled

arrival by plane, the Charlotte

News carried a profile of him
which included an account of his

frequent bouts with the law. The

News also commiserated editor-

ially the same day with the diffi-

culties a man must face who sets

as his goal the advancement of

a whole race. The other local

newspaper, the Observer, follow-

ed suit pointing out that what-

ever Charlotte needed, it wasn't

the NAAWP.

And Bowles didn't, help his

cause any by failing to show on

schedule. The men and women
who gathered to meet him at the

Municipal Airport lead by Alonzo

T. Squires, a blind former radio

announcer and three times un-

successful candidate for the City

Council, grew restless as they

listened to the loquacious Squires

views on the illegality of the Su-

preme Court decision, religion

and TV. Finally, Bowles arrived

a day late, carrying with him two

suitcases, one containing an ex-

tra shirt and underwear and the

other membership forms selling

for $5 to $50

The News returned to Bowles

the next day greeting him edi-

torially with the question, "What
is Bowles' Real Aim? Segrega-

tion Or Anti-Semitism." In a

five-column spread, it examined

a number of issues of Bowles'

publication, The National Forum,

quoting from them. "The people

behind the NAACP are not Ne-

groes, but Jews . . . His (Eisen-

hower's) groveling before Jews

and Negroes really paid off . . .

Did you know that Marlene Diet-

rich is a German Jewess? . . .

that Tony Curtis is a New York
Jew whose real name is Schultz?

. .
." and asked whether Bowles

was fit for temperament, back-

ground and education to advise

the people of North Carolina on
how to solve their problems.

This proved to be too much
for Squires. He quit. "I want no

part of racial hatred, bigotry or

animosity, or especially anti-

Semitism," he said. This put

Bowles on the defensive. He de-

nied being anti-Semitic pointing

out that he attacked Jewish or-

ganizations because they attack-

ed him.

By this time a great deal of

the steam had gone out of Bowles

"crusade" to save Charlotte from

integration but there was still

the mass rally at the Stadium.

Bowles began beating the bushes.

Piloting his own private plane

which is equipped with a loud

speaker, he flew over the sur-

rounding towns for several days

publicizing the Tuesday night

spectacle. All his efforts were

now focused on this meeting.

Came the night of the rally

and about 175 people showed up.

Looking out on the row upon

row of empty seats, Bowles didn't

try to hide his disappointment.

In his soft Southern accent he

predicted that "you can expect

Negroes in your schools by Sep-

tember . . . empty seats here

tonight prove it." Lumping to-

gether the CIO, the Ford Foun-

dation, the NAACP and the Com-

munist Party as left-wing influ-

ences, he promised to come back

to Charlotte in two weeks if

enough people were interested.

(About 75 people signed up at

the rally.) Bowles saved his bit-

terest attacks for the local press

and radio. Although his meeting

had received almost as much
newspaper space and radio-TV

time as Davy Crockett, he com-

plained of a conspiracy to keep

from mentioning him and prom-

ised that for his next meeting

he would get it in the papers if

he had to buy an ad.

So ended Bowles' effort to

staunch the tide of desegration

through an appeal to prejudice

and group hatred in Charlotte.

Part of the reason for his failure

was due to the newspapers in

making known his purposes and

program. The major credit, how-

ever, belongs to the people of

Charlotte. Like most Southern-

ers, they are deeply disturbed by

the complexity of the problems

posed by desegregation. Good, de-

cent, conservative people, many
of them are wedded to a system

of race relations they have lived

with all their lives. The possibil-

ity existed that in their fear and

uncertainty over desegregation

they would offer fair game to the

hate-peddler and carpet-bagging

opportunist. Their good sense

and innate decency however did

not permit them to fall into this

trap.

Perhaps the most fitting com-

mentary Oil Bowles' visit was the

fact that in the midst of his ef-

forts to drum up business for his

"mass meeting," the newspapers

carried the announcement of the

appointment by the school board

of a three-man committee to

studv the integration of the races

in Charlotte. In making these ap-

pointments, the board reiterated

its statement of a year ago ex-

pressing its desire to comply with

the law as defined by the United

States Supreme Court decision.

Several weeks after Bowles left

Charlotte, he resigned from the

NAAWP because of indifference

to his efforts but later changed

his mind. Bowles' future at the

moment is uncertain but one

thing is clear; he won't be com-

ing back to Charlotte real soon.

He re-

mently won an award from the

National Conference of Christians

and Jews for his yeoman work
in brotherhood efforts. That

touched off a whole series of

other honors. The Cincinnati

Post, where his scintillating col-

umn "Cincinnatus" has been run-

ning with mounting success for

the past thirty four years, hon-

ored Al with a gold watch bear-

ing the inscription "To Al, the

Conscience of Cincinnati," the

Newspaper Guild threw a party

to honor his golden jubilee in

newspaper work and two maga-

ines, Time and Editor & Publish-

er, gave him glowing write-ups.

He is not much given to

public display and he comes as

close to making humility a full-

time job as any man can. He
preaches from a very public pul-

pit, it is true, but the attention

is always very deftly focused on

the thing preached, and not the

preacher.

The reference to preachers is

very much to the point, for Segal

originally was intended for the

rabbinate. He was just out of the

Hebrew Union College when he

got his first newspaper job, and

turned to the wider congregation

the newsprint pulpit could reach.

?ie has be.i.i very successful at

that preaching career, and one

of his most cherished souvenirs

is a letter from a Prostestant

clergyman, which said, "I envy

yen, Al Segal. You have the

largest congregation in the city,

and you don't have to live with

it."

That congregation is nation-

wide—and it recognizes no dis-

stinction as to race, color or

creed. For that is the besetting

passion of its preacher, that the

man counts, and not the label.

Segal seems to have learned, bet-

ter and deeper than most, the

true meaning of acceptance. He
attempts to understand all men.

And to befriend them.

But we don't think that Segal

would mind it if we tear him

away, for a minute, from that

large congregation that knows no

creedal or racial bounds. We
would like to have a little

"naches," just for a minute, over

the fact that he is one of ours.

His column for Seven Arts deals

primarily with Jewish affairs, af-

ter all, and he has left his mark
there as well. If there is anyone

who reads that column who
doesn't know by now Micah's

words on what God requires of

man, he must indeed be a very

inattentive reader.

And it is his column on Jew-

ish affairs that best illustrate

what might seem to many a para-

dox. Segal is a man of sentiment,

it's- true, but he is nobody's

slouch when it comes to saying

what he thinks. And what he

thinks is very often unorthodox

in more ways than one. We can

still remember very well an irate

call to the editor of one of the

Anglo-Jewish papers that carries

his Seven Arts Column.

It was a lowering, sultry day.

"There have been strange

storms these days," one elder re-

marked.

"Nero has made our lot bitter."

"He plans to make it more bit-

ter still."

"Let us pray to the God of

Israel to avert all danger."

"Nero knows no god."

So they grieved among them-

selves. That evening, as night

fell, they prayed so intensely that

the passing Romans looked up,

puzzled. .»

"It's those Jews again."

"What are they plotting?"

"Destruction to our city."

But it was not the Jews who
were plotting destruction of the

ancient city of Rome. It was the

Emperor Nero himself who was
plotting. Idling in his Golden

House, surrounded by lavishness

and flattery, he felt bored and

exhausted. Until one elderly Ro-

man adviser, well known for his

wisdom and great wealth, whis-

pered to the Emperor:

"You need refreshment of the

spirit, your majesty. The Jews

will serve."

"Excellent, Seneca," Nero
agreed gleefully.

In a few days the bronze law

tablets were nailed to the col-

umns in the Forum. The Imperial

Edict was read out by gaping

throngs:

His Imperial Majesty de-

crees that within ten

days all Jews shall leave

Rome.

There was a gasp of excite-

ment among the populace. Im-

mediately, in the taverns and eat-

ing places, in the theatre, in pri-

vate houses and in the crowded
hovels of the Subura the talk

rose heatedly. At last the Jews
would be gone, and Rome would
be left to the Romans.

In the synagogue, in these first

days, there was more lamenta-

tion, and elders hurried about to

gain the ear of some indulgent

or friendly Roman senator. May-
be the exile could be averted.

But only a miracie, they said,

could save them.

Meanwhile Nero was gloating

over his new edict. It gave him a

new interest, a new plaything.

Alityros, the Emperor's favor-

ite actor, presently entered Ne-
ro's chamber.

He was a tall, thin fellow, with

a wiry, agile body. He could

mimic the most famous men in

Rome, and often sent the Emper-
or into fits of laughter by his

antics. He could dance in the

Greek style, and accompany him-
self on the lyre and the flute.

And so he had accumulated a

large fortune, and still remained
the Emperor's favorite.

But no. one knew much about
him.

I found out I was a Jew when

I was nine years old. One Sun-

day I asked my father why I did

not go to the little Methodist

church in the small town in Ne-

braska where we lived. My fath-

er looked at me in a way I did

not understand, and then told

me about religion.

He said all men worship a

living god who is all-powerful,

all-knowing. This god is worship-

ped in different ways. Some peo-

ple worship Jesus Christ, whom
they believe the Son of God;

others worship God alone. I be-

longed to that group which wor-

ship only God. My friends were

of those who worship also His

Son. I was a Jew.

I could not quite understand

what difference it made, except

that I now knew why I did not

go to church. Being a Jew made
me different, a situation in which

I was glad to be—after all, I

was the only one. As I started to

go outside, my father looked

at me in a funny kind of way,

and said.

"Remember, Peter, you can not

tear the Jew from your heart."

I did not know what he meant.

My father, owner of the gen-

eral store, did not make much
money, but that was of no con-

sequence. We did not need much;
we never went hungry. As I grew
older, I learned my father was
not like the other men of the

town in many ways. A quiet man
who never gave anyone any trou-

ble, he would close the store

every evening at six o'clock

—

close it for sales, that is. There

would always be a few men who
wanted to stay around the fire,

and talk, and smoke their pipes,

and josh my father because he

smoked only cigarettes—he was

about the only man in town who
did that.

Every Saturday night he would

shut up shop, send me to the

weekly dance, and go to the sa-

loon. He could hold his liquor
(

better than any man around.

Whenever an outsider started

boasting that he could drink any

man under the table, my father

would be pitted against him. My
father, who always won, never

bet. but everyone else did, and

some people made a lot of money
betting on my father.

I was there the night the big

Packard with the New York li-

cense plate stopped in front ol

the saloon. The owner came in,

and ordered a double whiskey.

It was cold the way Nebraska

gets that time of year, and a man
needed a drink like that. My
father and I were playing check-

ers on the table near the stove,

when he started directing my

Tuesday, June 7th, finds us ap-

proaching our second port of call,

Curacao, the Netherlands, West

Indies. Our boat docks at, Prins

Hendrick Wharf in Willemstad,

capital of this island.

For here, I visit the

Mikve Israel Synagogue, oldest

in the New World and conse-

crated in 1732. I am proud to be

a Jewess, as I enter this sacred

place of worship. Beautiful chan-

deliers hang from the ceiling.

These are copies of similar ones

that adorn the famous Portu-

guese synagogue at Amsterdam,

Holland. The Holy Ark, with its

scrolls of the law, is made of

mahogany. At its tops are the

two mahogany Tablets on which

are hammered solid silver letters

of the Ten Commandments. Sand

covers the floor. I am pleased to

meet Rabbi Jessurun Cardozo, of

Mikve Israel synagogue. We visit

the old-walled cemetery, Beth

Daniel G. Ross, is the newly elected

At one a. m., we set sail from the

port of La Guaira; and in the

background, thousands of tiny

lights from the hills bid us adieu.

On Friday, June the 10th, we
come to our last port of call,

Charlotte Amalie, capital of St.

When A U. S. Secretary of War
Was Inducted Into Americanism

By Bernard G. Richards

The fiftieth anniversary of the

founding of the Poale Zion or

Labor Zionist Movement for the

rebuilding of Palestine was re-'

cently observed with large mass

meetings in New York and other

large cities and the occasion was

further commemorated by the

publication of a two volume his-

tory of the movement issued in

Yiddish by the Yiddisher Kemfer.

A number of stalwart and pic-

turesque figures emerge out of

these pages, courageous spokes-

men and daring workers for thp

cause of Zion.

The observances recently held

also brought back many exciting

days before World War I when
one of the pioneers in the strug-

gle, Dr. Nachman Syrin, distin-

guished Yiddish writer, philoso-

pher and advocate of labor, stir-

red masses of our people

throughout the country to intense

enthusiasm with his newspaper
articles and lectures, especially

when he so fervently advocated

the objectives of America and
the Allies. Remembered particu-

larly will be an incident which
was told by himself and which

relates to his voyage to Paris to

attend the Peace Conference of

Versailles in 1919 as a delegate

from the American Jewish Con-

gress, the organiation that then

undertook the task of champion-
ing Jewish rights in Europe and
the restoration of Palestine.

Dr. Syrkin, the gentle scholar,

travelled with another delegate

from the American Jewish Con-
gress to the Peace Conference
and his companion enjoyed sim-

ilar fame as labor leader, wel-

fare worker and orator.

The redoubtable Joseph Bar-

ondess, an earlier arrival to the

United States was in fact the

pioneer organizer of labor in the

great needle industry of New
York, the man who rose from

the submerged immigrants and

pulled his exploited and bewild-

ered fellow-workers out of the

squalid sweatshops int.o the day-

light of modern factories and

better working conditions. So

phenomenal was his rise as a

leader and so dramatic the events

leading up to the earliest dem-

onstrations, strikes and triumphs,

that Edward King, English-born

writer, and a star reporter on

the old New York World found

in them the theme of a novel,

perhaps the first romance of the

East Side Ghetto published in

the United States, "Joseph Zal-

monah", issued by Lee and Shep-

pard, Boston, 1893. Zalmonah was
not other than Joseph Barondess

and he and his family and associ-

ates were but thinly disguised

by the Gentile author who, fas-

cinated by the sights and sounds
of an exotic settlement in the

midst of drab New York, became
a frequent visitor to the labor

leader's home and the friend and
benefactor of his family. In his

later career as civic leader and
worker for many public causes

new honors came to Barondess
and the late Mayor William J.

Gaynor in 1910 appointed him
member of the New York Board
of Education. (Reappointed by
Mayor John Purroy Mitchell in

1914).

Dr. Syrin had come here with
a European reputation as publi-

cist, essayist and lecturer, hav-

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ing matched wits with Israel

Zangwill, Dr. Max Nordau, Dr.

Chaim Weitzmann, and other

spokesmen of Israel at interna-

tional Zionist Congresses. He was

distinctly the intellectual, shy,

retiring type and sparing of

words. Barondess was palpably

the emotionalist; enthusiastic, ef-

fusive, flowing with utterance.

Notwithstanding the contrast be-

tween them, they were the

staunchest. friends and rejoiced

in travelling together on a great

humanitarian mission, being part

of a larger delegation of ten per-

sons that proceeded abroad in

several groups.

Though both men took part in

the episode that is here record-

ed, Syrkin played the subordinate

role first as interlocutor, and

then as narrator who provided

the climax to the story.

They were erstwhile aliens

whose cradles had stood in far

off Ukraine and Lithuania, who
long felt so strange here and
during the trying years of ad-

justment shared the handicaps

of all the hosts of America's

adopted sons; but their eyes

moistened as the great steamer

Aquitania pulled out of New
York's harbor and they saw the

last vanishing peaks of the tow-

ering structures that rimmed the

skyline of the metropolis. And it

was Barondess who was overcome

with sadness as his cherished

haunts and the scenes of his

great achievements were left be-

hind. To overcome the gloom
which possessed him, he sought

closer intercourse with his com-

panion and the streams of con-

versation flowed more profusely

than ever.

But not

enough of the sun's energy has

been successfully captured by

any of the common practices to

make it, useful for industrial pur-

poses. The problem has been not

so much capturing the sun ener-

gy as keeping it from being quick-

ly dissipated. The Tabor process

offers great hope in this connec-

tion. The process will be tried

during the coming year at the

potash works around Sodom, be-

ing developed with the aid of

funds of State of Israel Bonds.

Israeli scientists are also ex-

perimenting with the harnessing

of wind for electric power. Also

a first step to the nuclear power

of the more distant future has

been taken with the prospects of

the construction of an experi-

mental reactor under the U. S.

One big development of next

vear will be the establishment

of many new agricultural villages

as the result of the completion

of the big Yarkon pipeline to the

Negeb.

If the proposal is ultimately accepted, it will reaffirm a resolu-

tion of the CCAR, made in its 32nd annual convention in 1922,

which declared that women "cannot justly be denied the privi-

lege of ordination." Despite this forth-right statement, made
23 years ago, no woman has yet been ordained in the Reform
rabbinate.

At the 1922 convention, Dr. Brickner opposed the resolution.

Referring to this the rabbi now says, "In the discussion that

took place at that time I was opposed to such a proposal. But

since then our needs have changed, and I have changed my
mind. Many Christian Protestant denominations have also

changed their minds. The Harvard University Theological

School will now ordain women, and the General Assembly of

the Presbyterian Church has reversed itself on this question."

Dr. Brickner added, "The Reform movement pioneered in

granting equality to women. Women not only sit on our boards,

but soon one of the oldest Reform congregations will elect a

woman as its president. Why should we grant women degrees on-

ly in Religious Education, qualifying them to be educational di-

rectors, yet deny them the prerogative to be preachers as well as

teachers? They have a special spiritual and emotional fitness to

be rabbis, and I believe that many women would be attracted to

this calling."

We will reserve our opinion until there is some indication

that the proposal will be taken seriously. After all, why start a

wind-mill of debate until there is need. We prefer to discuss

materializations rather than mere possibilities.

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A SCRAP OF PARCHMENT
BY EDITH BRODSKY

We live, most of us, in a state

of blindness to the familiar.

We may walk down streets all

the days of our years and never

see the red tile roof on the corner

house. Or we live with our par-

ents and cannot recall, for cer-

tain, if their eyes are brown or

black. Routine actions — eating

three meals a day, sleeping eight

hours a night—we take for gn nt-

ed; and abstract concepts—free-

dom, patriotism—we accept as a

matter of course. I had always

known that I was a Jew; it was

a state of being that I blindly ac-

cepted. Then one day, a scrap of

crumbling parchment dramatized

the blindness. Suddenly, it was

not enough to know that I was

a Jew; it was far more imperative

to find out how and why.

The moment of illumination

came in the Rare Book Room of

The Jewish Theological Seminary

of America when the late Librar-

ian, the great Dr. Alexander
Marx, showed me a fragment of

Scriptures. This decaying parch-

ment, smaller than a dollar bill,

carried faded but still legible

lines in Aramaic, painstakingly

written by some unknown Egypt-

ian scribe. It was only one of

thousands of such fragments of

sacred texts and manuscripts

that Soloman Schechter had dis-

covered in 1897 in the now-
famous secret Genizah (store

room) of the Cairo Synagogue.

"How old is it?" I asked. Dr.

Marx shrugged. While hundreds

upon hundreds of these miscel-

laneous remnants had been suc-

cessfully identified by scholars,

he explained, a great many, in-

cluding this one, had not been

fully studied. This fragment, he

said, might be about 500 years

old.

The casual assertion jolted me
like lightning. Five centuries'

This was older than Columbus,

older . . . the imagination reeled.

What, Dr. Marx held so carefully

in his hand was history—my
history.

Later, in pondering the impact,

I recalled the envy I used to feel

toward a favorite teacher who
spent his leisure time tracing his

genealogy. He'd been able to go

back eight or ten generations in

time, while all of my forebears

beyond one great-grandfather

were lost in the wilderness of

Europe. What Dr. Marx had dis-

played was, in effect, a part of

my family tree. Up until that

moment, it had never before oc-

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curred to me that I had any

solid links with the past. Now
the lightning flashed again: the

Bible was my genealogy! Why
had I never realied that?

Probing into my past, I ques-

tioned my consciousness as a

Jew. As a child, I'd had the rud-

iments of a Jewish education,

with some cursory training in

both Hebrew and Yiddish. Books,

hundreds of them in Hebrew,

Yiddish and English, overflowed

shelves and cupboards at home,

most of them unread, I confess,

while I went burrowing in the

public library. My father, how-

ever, had been a counter-balance;

pridefully Jewish and ardently

Zionist, he was forever articulate

about Jewish affairs. The advent

of Hitler, the unspeakable slaugh-

ter of the six million, the vast

postwar rehabilitation, the crea-

tion of Israel—all these events

I felt deeply. No, I concluded, I

had always been a conscious Jew.

But now the fallacy appeared:

As an American, I knew the Con-

stitution, the Declaration of In-

dependence; I was at home in

American history. What did I

know about being a Jew? How
could anyone be anything — a

Democrat, a Swede, a vegetarian

or a pacifist—without a funda-

mental understanding of the la-

bel?

In this instant of self-recog-

nition, I eperienced the sensation

identified so closely with the

High Holy Days—teshubah, a

turning or return. If I was a

Jew, and of this there was no

doubt, then I must become a

knowing Jew.

Waking up to the familiar al-

ways quickens the pulse, but that

moment of awareness, stirring as

it was, has been as nothing com-

pared with the vast excitement of

learning. As a matter of strict

duty, I started with a heavy his-

tory of the Jews. For a change

of pace, I browsed among the

charming essays of Schechter,

then turned to the incisive works

of Milton Steinberg. Thomas
Mann's extraordinary Joseph se-

ries sent me back in a rush to a

re-reading of the Bible, and so

the process goes on. Like some

giddy mountain goat, I have skip-

ped and jumped back and forth

through the ages trying to gain

a foothold on the mountains of

Jewish knowing.

This ongoing quest for learn-

ing is an adventure story in it-

self. Out of the quest have come
some results I did not foresee.

I stumbled one day upon a glar-

ing truth: reading books alone,

however vital, necessary and sat-

isfying, would never fulfil the

requirements of becoming a

knowing Jew. One is not a Jew
in a vacuum; one is a Jew among
other Jews. Jews are most dis-

tinctively Jewish in the syna-

gogue . . . and so, for the first

time in my adult life, I found

myself attending High Holy Day
services. While my attiude was
more investigative than partici-

pating, I listened intently to ev-

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Cincinnati, Ohio's second larg-

est, community, is, like Rome,

built on seven hills. Today's tour-

ist will agree with Charles Dick-

ens' description of it as a "beau-

tiful" city, "cheerful, thriving

and animated." Lying in an "am-

phitheater of hills," along the

meandering Ohio River, it is pos-

sessed of an almost. Mediterran-

ean charm and loveliness. There

are many sights to delight, many
places to welcome the stranger,

and one of the most interesting

is, undoubtedly, the famous He-

brew Union College which re-

cently celebrated its 80th birth-

day.

It is no coincidence that the

"Queen City" was chosen by the

revered Dr. Isaac M. Wise to

harbor the first rabbinical semi-

nary for Reform Judaism. Jews

have been Jiving in the city since

1817, and they have both receiv-

ed much from, and given much
to, Cincinnati. Three Jews, Julius

Fleischmann, Frederick S. Spie-

gel and Murray Seasongood have

served as mayors of Cincinnati

a Jew has been vice-mayoi: t: v-

eral Jews have served as city

councilors, judges, and in other

public services. Jews have been

prominent in fostering several

major industries, but they have

not lagged in cultural activities,

either; a number of Jews were

instrumental in organizing the

city's famous concerts and sum-

mer opera.

Visitors must not miss seeing

Cincinnati's Jewish Museum,
small in size, but endowed with

many precious things, and fitting-

ly located in one of the Hebrew
Union College buildings. Its short

history goes back to the year 1925

when, at the suggestion of the

late Dr. Adolph S. Oko, head of

the College Library, several weal-

thy friends of the College ac-

quired for it the famous art col-

lection of Berlin's Sally Kirch-

stein ( 1869-1934 ) , that rare com-

bination of businessman and

scholar whose pastime was gath-

ering objects of Jewish art. He
had acquired the collection of

Heinrich Frauberger, a German
Gentile who, astonishingly, was

the founder of a "Society for the

Investigation of Jewish Art Treas-

ures", and until his own purchas-

es, Kirschstein enlarged the stock

of the former Frauberger Collec-

tion, rich in ritual objects for

holiday use.

It was fortunate that these

treasures were, almost in the

nick of time, brought to safety

in this good country, for they

might have been confiscated and

destroyed by the Nazis a few

years later, as were dozens of

similar collections. But there

were, as yet, no quarters at the

Hebrew Union College adequately

to display these pieces in rooms
accessible to the public. From
year to year the collection grew,

through purchases or private

gifts, but since it was hidden in

cellars and vaults, it was like

gold slumbering in the veins of
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a mountain and waiting for the

day the miner's tools would

bring it up to the bright day-

light.

For the Hebrew Union College

collection, this blessed day of

liberation came in 1943. The year

before, a Jewish Museum on New
York's Fifth Avenue had opened

its gates to the public, after the

heads of the Jewish Theological

Seminary had decided that it was

absurd to store thousands of

items without giving the public

a chance to see and enjoy tnem.

Prompted by the same communal

spirit, the trustees of the Hebrew
Union College had the one-story

building of the Bernheim Library

redecorated and assigned half of

the space to the museum-in-the-

making, while the other half

would be occupied by the Ameri-

can Jewish Archives.

But even the richest, the most,

thrilling collection of pieces is

of little use, if there is no indi-

vidual to take proper care of

them, to separate the wheat from

the chaff, to provide the proper

setting, and to present the select-

ed treasures in a systematic man-

ner. The misfortunes that befell

the Jews of Germany did provide

the Museum with just the kind

of scholar and organizer it need-

ed. He is Dr. Franz Landsberger,

a gray-haired, kindly Silesian

who, with his wife, has been tak-

ing loving care of the museum.
Landsberger, who celebrated his

seventieth birthday two years

ago, has been active as a histor-

ian of art for several decades. His

first book, a biography of the

18th century German painter,

Tischbein (famous as the por-

traitist of Goethe) was published

in 1908. It was followed by sev-

eral equally important volumes,

one of which, "Impressionismus

and Expressionismus," went into

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five editions. As a professor at

the University of Breslau he was

widely respected, but. in 1933 the

new regime ousted all Jewish

teachers. He found a new niche

when the post of director of the

Juedisches Museum was vacated

that year by the departure of its

founder, Dr. Karl Schwarz, to

Tel Aviv.

During five stormy years the

Juedisches Museum was a place

of quiet and contemplation not

only for Landsberger, but also

for thousands of Berlin Jews who
came to view there a world that,

to many of them, was entirely

new. To educate them, Lands-

berger published what to this

day remains the most concise

introduction to Jewish art, writ-

ten in the German language,

Einfeuhrung in die Juedishche

Kunst. Another fruit of the Hit-

ler era is his compilation and

selection of letters by his father-

ly friend, the eminent painter

Max Liebermann who had died,

humiliated and heart-broken, in

1935.

In November 1938 the Ger-

mans decided that it. was too

generous even to tolerate the

Jewish minority by allowing

them to exist in new medieval

Ghettoes. They embarked upon
large-scale pogroms,, thousands

were despatched to Concentra-

tion Camps, the doors of the

Juedisches Museum were closed

—forever. Landsberger escaped

to England, and from there mi-

grated to America where the

Hebrew Union College, by offer-

ing him a position as lecturer on

Jewish art, enabled him to build

for himself a renewed career

in the new land.

Landsberger's two major
books, available to the American

reader, A History of Jewish Art,

and Rembrandt, the Jews and the

Bible, were written before the

Museum was to keep him busy

with administration (his only

staff consists of his wife, who
takes care of the considerable

official correspondence). There

is, nevertheless, hardly a year

during which Landsberger does

not contribute a very substantial

piece to that eminent spring of

learning, the Hebrew Union Col-

lege Annual. He was able,

through detective work worthy
of a Sherlock Holmes, to dis-

cover the identity of the scribes

and illuminators of the Cincin-

nati and Washington Haggadoth.
in "Jewish Artists before the per-

iod of Emancipation," and its

sequel, "New Studies in Early

Jewish Artists," he has proven

unfounded the assumption that

Jews were inactive in the fine arts

prior to the last century.

The Museum, of which he is in

charge, consists of three small

galleries : one for alternating ex-

hibitions of paintings and prints,
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another for prints and photo-

graphs and a third room devoted

chiefly to ritual objects. Since

the Museum boasts of some ten

thousand items, including pic-

tures, it is clear that only a small

fraction can be shown at one

time. But the best possible use

is made of the "overflow"

—

many items are loaned for limit-

ed periods to temples and syna-

gogues, centers and schools, and

some material always is on the

road in special traveling exhibi-

tions arranged by the Landsber-

gers. Since most items are very

valuable and all of them are irre-

placeable, the curator and his

wife spend many hours carefully

wrapping up each object to in-

sure them against theft or break-

age before they permit them-

selves to wave "good-bye" to

their "children".

Visitors might be told at this

point that the museum collection

can, of course, be skimmed in

twenty minutes. But is wiser to

reserve for it an hour or two,

during which Dr. Landsberger,

who knows the history of each

item, can point out fascinating

details that would be missed by

the uninitiated. Chronologically,

the objects can be divided into

three groups : relics from antiqui-

ty, acquired by the famous arch-

aeologist and president of the

Hebrew Union College, Dr. Nel-

son Glueck; Jewish ceremonial

art from the pre-emancipation

era; and paintings, drawings and

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ISRAEL'S NEW IMMIGRANTS
By David Rimon

Immigrant ships are arriving

these days once and sometimes

twice a week, bringing groups of

young and healthy people, often

surrounded by many tots and

babes in arms. There is a happy

bustle in the port of Haifa when
such a ship arrives. But there is

no noise, no pushing and no

shouting. There is, of course,

some shouting but only by way
of greeting and the disembarka-

tion proceeds speedily and

smoothly, setting in motion the

well-oiled machine of the Gov-

ernment and Jewish Agency au-

thorities. A great deal has been

learned from the mistakes pre-

viously made; not only how to

help the immigrants get settled

and absorbed, but also how to

deal with the complex disembar-

kation problem.

Today disembarkation proceeds

so rapidly that the immigrants
are put through all its stages and
formalities within only a few
hours. Then they immediately

board trucks that take them to

the places of their destination

—

work villages on Jewish National

Fund land—where they are given

every opportunity to become in-

tegrated at once.

The trucks are already there,

and off the new immigrants go
to the new villages where houses

furnished with bedding and beds
and kitchen utensils are waiting

for them. From the very next
day they can already earn their

living and begin work on one of

the vast Jewish National Fund

projects; afforestation, building

of terraces on hills or any other

way of soil reclamation. These

villages which are all on JNF
land, are not exclusively inhabi-

ted by newcomers. In order to

make things easier for them and

help their integration, they are

settled together with not so re-

cent immigrants who had already

lived for some time in cities,

small towns or ma'aborot, and

who had followed the call of the

land and settled in work villages

under the scheme 'from town to

settlement'. These villagers are

veterans of a sort, some having

lived there for as long as a year,

having acquired and expanded

their own small farms, some of

them even living partly from the

produce of their own land.

A Multicolored Crowd
As to the immigrants, they

come from every country in

North Africa, even from Egypt,

from where they arrive via Italy

or France. They are a brisk and
multicolored crowd, in which sun-

tanned bearded old men in white

or brown burnouses of home-
spun wool, rub shoulders with

genteel and elegantly dressed

Egyptian ladies who speak Eng-
lish and French as fluently as

the rest of the North Africans

speak their own guttural and
raucous Arabic. There are wom-
en from Tripolitania wearing
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To the many friends we have already made, and to those whose friend-

ship we are yet to earn, we extend our sincere greetings for a

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heelless slippers of red leather

and heavy silver bangles on their

ankles. Many of them wear wide,

puffed pantaloons of striped cot-

ton or silk and many, many

yards of striped or flowered cot-

ton around their persons. They

look like huge moving bundles

of material with a woman some-

where inside. Their heads are sur-

rounded by huge turbans made

of garishly colored silk shawls

with long fringes. These are wom-

en from various parts of Moroc-

co, those from the cities of Rabat

or Casablanca, dressed in modern

French clothes and speak French,

while women from the mountain

villages or from the ghettos look

as if they just stepped out of an

Arabian Nights' tele. Men are

tall and dark, and many of them

are sturdy and handsome. The

townfolk wear the blue French

beret, but the villagers are still

dressed in homespun burnouses,

heelless shoes and turbans of sev-

eral colors.

This is a new type of immigra-

tion, a selected immigration un-

der which the very old, the inva-

lids and the permanently dis-

abled cannot come, unless they

immigrate together with the fam-

ily which is to support them, or

else have relatives in Israel who
undertake to care for them. The

flood of indiscriminate immigra-

tion first from D. P. camps of

Eastern and Central Europe, and

then from Iraq, Persia and Mo-

rocco, had been for some time a

threat to the young State of Is-

rael's economic structure. It sap-

ped the State's strength in no

mean measure by creating a

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maze of economic and social prob-

lems for which Israel was unpre-

pared and unequipped. It took

almost five years to cope with

these problems and having al-

most died from 'immigration in-

digestion', Israel is now a sadder

but wiser state. This is why the

temporary slowing down of im-

migration, although in itself an

undesirable phenomenon, was

looked upon as a blessing in dis-

guise. It, gave the authorities and

the National Institutions the nec-

essary respite in which to realize

what mistakes had been made
and remedy them. It also provid-

ed the possibility to train and

increase specialized personnel to

help with the absorption. During

these years of stress, when large

numbers of immigrants were no

longer forthcoming, things be-

came sorted out. The old immi-

grants' camps where newcomers
could remain idle for long per-

iods and live at. the expense of

the State, were liquidated. In-

stead, ma'abarot were initiated

as a transitory stage. But they

did not prove to be a happy

experience either.

The Sephardim have been

oversentimentalized. The tragic

fate that engulfed Spanish Jewry

has left deep scarred tissue in

Jewish consciousness together

with illusions as to Marrana hero-

ism. The sufferings of the Anu-

sim and their underground ad-

herence to Judaism have served

to cast over them an aura of

martyrdom.

Stagnation had already set in

when the inexcusable, tho under-

standable, ban was imposed on

Baruch Spinoza. The last Sep-

hardi event, the final concerted

public effort ended with the mul-

titude milling around fraudulent

Sabbatai Zevi. After that humil-

iating display of decadence, there

were no more movements among
Sephardim, nothing equivalent to

5Iasadism, Aufklaerung, Emanci-

pation, Haskalah, Reform, Na-

tionalism, or Neo-orthodoxy. As

individuals only did they parti-

cipate in Zionism. Not a single

Sepharad of stature has emerged

in Medinate Israel.

Nor were Sephardim a cohesive

element that fused easily into

community life. A static arro-

gance inhibited their amalgama-

tion with the Kahal. Ever ready

to take over on their own terms,

they either dominated or remain-

ed aloof in sullen isolation. The
Portuguese Minhag had to pre-

vail in the synagogue ritual even

if the majority might be Ash-

kenazim. They prided themselves

a select group, direct descend-

ants from the aristocratic society,

which in the 10 century created

the golden age in Spanish Juda-

ism. Yet these Sephardim were

as far removed in spirit, learning,

or creative energy from the con-

temporaries of Ibn Gabirol, Mia-

monides, Halevy, and Ibn Ezra

as the modern Greeks are far

from the Athenians of Plato,

Aristotle, Sophocles, or Aeschy-

les.

Like true Bourbons,

they simply could not perceive

Forty years is a very long time

as men count time. If you do

not believe it, think of our world

in the year 1915. A man who

died in that year would, if he

could revisit us at this date, be

amazed, possibly horrified, at

which those passing years had

wrought. He might even find

comfort, perhaps, in some faint

glimmers of progress, if he

searched for them in the pervad-

ing pall of this age of anxiety.

In any event, he would be a

"displaced person", emotionally,

in this world of ours.

Forty years! And forty years

in the desert, wandering, it must

have seemed wandering aimless-

ly, to that generation whose lot

it was to pass on there. It is per-

haps the saddest thought con-

nected with this otherwise joyous

festival of freedom we celebrate.

Some of us will

say that it is not for us to ques-

tion, but, we would rather rest

with that part of our tradition

which tells us that every sent-

ence, every word, every letter in

the Torah contains a wealth ol

hidden meaning, must be interp-

reted properly if we are to see

the true meaning.

And to know the answer, we
must return to the key of the

festival itself. We are too used

to thinking of it simply as the

time of freeing of the slaves, of

the end of our long bondage to

the Egyptian taskmasters. We are

used to think of it as though it

were a gift, this freedom. We
are used to think of ourselves

as innately deserving of such

freedom.

Let us look a little closer, at*

this holiday, this celebration of

a word that comes easy to our?

lips. Freedom!

Of singers of freedom, and

their songs, there is no end.

There is no country, no age, so

mean that it has not produced

some tribute to freedom. No prin-

cipality, however enslaved in

fact, that has not got its inde-

pendence day, its hero of the

struggle for freedom. And no

man so weak that he has not

dreamt of the day when he would

be free.

And always, it seems to us, the

singers and the songs, the en-

shrining of the hero, appear to

be a gift—something that every

man deserves by virtue of being

alive and wanting it. There are

any number of such stories, and

the longer we are away from

the fact of independence's gain,

the more likely we are to suffer

the delusions of freedom's gift-

like qualities. We are all too

prone to drown in the sea of

rhetoric, to arrogate unto our-

selves the merits of our fathers

who won that freedom. Indeed,

we have not far to look to find

In studying the problems of Jewish communities throughout the world, we

often forget the special issues affecting the many small communities, some
of which require special attention. One of these is the New Zealand Jewish
community, which is discussed in the following article.—The Editor.

"In 70 years there just won't

be a New Zealand Jewish com-

munity!"

Since this dire prediction was

made by a responsible leader of

the oldest and most respected

families in the community, al-

most all of the charming island's

4,500 Jews, centered in four He-

brew congregations, took notice.

Some even decided to do some-

thing about it. That was two

years ago.

Recalling what happened after

the prediction was made was Rab-

bi Hugo Stransky, senior spirit-

ual leader in New Zealand, who
has been visiting the United

States and who dropped in for a

chat with World Jewish Congress

officials at the New York City

headquarters.

"It would be pleasant, indeed,

to report that our people were

shocked by this prediction, that

they united their forces to ac-

cept the challenge and that today

we have an active, wholesome
and growing Jewish community
life," the Rabbi commented. "It

did not quite work out that way."

Life in New Zealand presents

a number of obstacles, Rabbi!

Stransky noted. "General eco-

nomic conditions there are very

good, and the New Zealand Jews

share in the prosperity of the

country. Moreover, they enjoy

extremely friendly relations with

their non-Jewish neighbors. Also^

I am happy to report that anti-

Semitism is almost non-existent.

Assimilation, however, has posed

a serious problem most of the

one hundred years that Jews

have lived there.

"Hitler stopped the steadily

increasing rate of assimilation in

the Jewish community, which

has always been pro-British,

whereas Zionist aspirations were

shared until that time only by

some family groups," he observ-

ed. "The arrival of Central and

East European migrants since

before World War II and in par-

ticular the creation of the State

of Israel changed the situation

for the better by stimulating a

more active Jewish and Zionist

life. Our people have responded

generously to the United Israel

Appeal and to the Jewish Na-

tional Fund as well as Youth
Aliyah. Also, WIZO is well or-

ganized. All these efforts are in

addition to occasional overseas

causes presented to the commun-
ity by representatives of their re-

Concluded From Page 62

spective institutions. A number

of young people, mainly from

the ranks of the Habonim, the

only existing youth organization,

left in the years after the war

for Israel and many more intend

to do so."

What followed the pronounce-

ment of the pessimistic predic-

tion two years ago was not a

spectacular exhibition of solidar-

ity and massive activity, Rabbi

Stransky noted. Such a reaction,

perhaps, was too much to expect

from a people so heavily steeped

in British culture and so deeply

affected by British behavior pat-

terns. However, recognizing the

importance of education, the

Board of Jewish Ministers of

New Zealand called the first Do-

minion conference on Jewish edu-

cation. Twenty-six organizations

were represented and scores of

interested persons attended all

of the sessions. The great need

to enlarge existing facilities and

to adopt a more positive and ag-

gressive program was recognized.

A Council of Jewish Education,

to be established with a full-time

director to head a re-vitalized

program, was the principal rec-

ommendation of the Conference.

In addition, a greater effort was

made to keep the young people

together by substantially increase

ing the activities of the clubs and

by linking the Community with

the Jews of the world through

frequent tours. At present, only

the Zionist Council issues a

monthly, the "N. Z. Jewish

Chronicle." The Wellington Jew-

ish Social Club commenced this

year with its own monthly and

the religious leaders of the coun-

try with pamphlets on Jewish

thought and learning.

"The first Jewish service in

New Zealand was conducted in

1846," Rabbi Stransky recalled.

"My associates and I are deter-

mined to make certain that these

services will be continuing in

2046 and in 2146, or as long as

Jews remain on the island. But,

while we can supply the guidr

ance and leadership, the final

decision as to how long there will

be Jews in New Zealand rests

with the people themselves."

The catalogue of the peoples

of Israel includes no more fasci-

nating group than the Druzes.

Many visitors to the most import-

ant of their communities, Issafi-

ya, have remarked on their in-

teresting culture, the process of

their integration into the new
state, and the seeming peculiar-

ity of their customs.

The Druzes speak Arabic, con-

sider themselves to be of pure

Arab descent—but keep away
from the Arabs wherever possi-

ble. They have fought against

the Arabs with their Jewish fel-

low citizens and as early as the

summer of 1948 they offered

their services to the new State

of Israel. In September of that

year they were formed into a

new unit in the Israel Defense

Army.

There is still another import-

ant difference, and that most

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These Things I Do Remember
BY HERMAN POTOK

It is rare for a man to weep.

To weep is to lay bare one's soul,

and there is shame in that for

a man. And when it happens that

a man does weep, it is for a

blinding tragedy that has crush-

ed him, a time when shame is

gone and the only sensation is a

numbing ache, an overwhelming

emptiness. Rarely does a man
weep over the past.

Yet there is a point in the Yom
Kippur service when the devout

Jew wraps himself in his prayer

shawl and weeps like a child. It

is for the past that he weeps,

for a time two thousand years

old, when the Jew practiced his

faith at the risk of his life, when

to ordain a rabbi meant death

and when ten of our greatest

leaders died horribly at the hands

of the Romans because they

would not abandon the teachings

of their faith. "These things do

I remember," the devout Jew
chants, feeling his heart constrict

and his eyes fill with tears, "and

my heart is grieved."

It is only the Jew to whom the

Jewish past is a vivid reality who
can weep on Yom Kippur for

the ten martyrs. He knows these

martyrs, he sees them before him

as living beings, and he knows

their anguish, senses deeply their

indescribable pain, their pro-

found faith and joy at dying for

the people and the God they

love. And knowing this, and

knowing, too, of the many times

similar acts of martyrdom have

occurred in the history of his

people, the Jew weeps. He weeps

for all the suffering of his people

in an angry world, for babies

unborn and children unwed, for

the bewildered ache that is the

knowledge that his people has

been slaughtered not because it

wanted to kill or plunder but

because it wanted only to bring

a little more of God into the

world.

And the devout Jew who is

aware of his past and knows what

has gone into the making of his

people, weeps not only for the

past but for the present as well.

He remembers what the Sab-

bath meant to the Jew in Europe,

and he weeps over what it means

to the Jew today. He remembers

the sanctity of the family, the

holiness of the festivals, the in-

describable beauty of addressing

God in prayer. He remembers the

Jew who had no bread to eat but

loved his wife, who had no land

to live in but loved his world,

who had no grandiose synagogue

to pray in but loved his God. He

remembers the degree to which

the awareness of God filled a

Jew's life, how the center and

hub of every Jewish act was mo-

tivated by the profound desire

to do the Will of God. He re-

members these things. And he

weeps.

He weeps for the Jew who is

no longer a Jew and for whom
Judaism is a dying faith. He
weeps for the mother who will

never experience the beauty of

a Jewish home, for the father

who will never know the happi-

ness of a Jewish life. He weeps
for the Jewish child who will

never truly understand his past

and who will always sense within

himself a vague unrest, a vast

Communal and Individual Penance
By P. Nibur

The ten days of penitence, be-

ginning with Rosh Hashonah and

ending with Yom Kippur are tra-

ditionally days of spiritual stock-

taking for every Jew and Jewess.

During these days we are bidden

to reflect on our errors and sins

of the last year to ask God's for-

giveness for them and to resolve

not to repeat them.

Even during the week-days be-

tween the two High Holidays,

when ordinary work is permitted,

we are asked to ponder over our

mistakes of the past. The day

after Rosh Hashonah is a fast

day, the Fast of Gedalia, to re-

mind us of a crime committed

by our ancient ancestors against

an idealistic Jewish leader, Ge-

dalia ben Ahikom, who was as-

sassinated in ancient Israel im-

mediately after the return from

the Babylonian Exile. Then fol-

lows the Sabbath of Repentance,

and then the evening preceding

Yom Kippur Eve with its "ka-

pores", or sacrifice of a fowl for

human sin.

The Jewish idea of sin and pen-

itence concerns not only the in-

dividual but also the community

as a whole. In Judaism individ-

ual and community are indis-

solubly linked so that the very

prayers that are recited during

these Days of Penitence use the

plural "we" instead of the singu-

lar "I"
—"we have sinned, we

have done wrong", and so on.

In that way Judaism does not

intend to shake off responsibility

for wrong-doing from the indi-

vidual's shoulders but rather to

point out the necessity of cre-

ating a communal climate, a hu-

manly Jewish enviroment, in

which the temptation to wrong-
doing on the part of the individ-

ual would be greatly lessened.

Moreover, there may be sins

of which the community itself
1

as an entity may be guilty. Com-
munity leadership may some-

times be very idealistic, concern-

ed only with the material and
welfare of each members of the

community and not with the wel-

fare of its leaders. But at other

times such leadership may be

very materialistic, concerned

only with selfish aggrandisement

on the part of the few who are

on top. In the latter case, Juda-

ism blames not only the few who
exploit the many for selfish pur-

poses but also the many who al-

low themselves to be thus ex-

ploited, who have themselves

shaken off religious idealism and

thus permitted the creation of

a marterialistic climate of opin-

ion of which they themselves

eventually become the victims.

A Jewish community that does

not adequately provide for its

poor and sick is a sinful one. A
Jewish community that doesn't

make proper provision for the

Jewish education of its young
and old is guilty of a transgres-

sion and should repent. A Jewish
community that gives respect and
recognition only to its wealthy
men. even though the philanth-

ropic contributions of some of the

latter may be ridieulously low
in comparison with their wealth,

and fails to give respect and rec-

ognition to its spiritual leaders-
its rabbis, its teachers, its writers

and artists—has something to

attone for. A Jewish community
that is so unsure of itself, of its

religious-cultural heritage and of

the spiritual values that it is

supposed to represent, as to go
fishing for approval from the out-

side, in and out of season—such
a community may be suffering
from an inferiority complex, as
we say nowadays, and may not be
quite a healthy one, but if it

doesn't see the necessity of re-

storing its self-respect it is also
a sinful one.

We have many Jewish com-
munities in the United States

today that are guilty of one or
more of the above-mentioned
sins. We have altogether toe
many communities who imagine
that to give practical expression
to their Jewish beliefs it is only

necessary to erect expensive,

While the Luach reminds us

that the High Holidays are with

us, the seasonal calendar brings

to mind the fact that we can still

have warm weather, and hence

an indisposition to spend too

much time around a hot stove.

These recipes have that in mind.

BEET SOUP (RUSSIAN STYLE)
Cut two small beets in strips,

cover with water and let cook

until tender, add citric acid

(sour salt) and a little sugar to

make sweet and sour, a little salt,

and three-quarter cup of sour

cream. Serve cold. Sweet cream

may be used and while hot grad-

ually poured over the well-beat-

en yolks of two eggs, keeping

the soup over the stove and stir-

ring all the time until thick and

smooth. Remove from stove and

serve cold.

CHERRY SOUP
This soup is a summer soup

and is to be eaten cold. Cook

two tablespoons of sago in one

cup of boiling water until tender,

add more as water boils down.

Put one quart of large red or

black cherries, one cup of claret,

one tablespoon of broken cinna-

mon, one-fourth cup of sugar,

and one-half lemon sliced fine, up
to boil and let boil fifteen min-

utes; add the cooked sago, let,

boil up and pour very gradually

over the well-beaten yolks of two

eggs. Serve cold. Rasberry, straw-

berry, currant, gooseberry, apple,

plum or rhubarb soups are pre-

pared the same way, each cooked

until tender and sweetened to

taste. The juice of lemon may be

used instead of the wine.

FRUIT SOUP
Take two pounds of plums,

cherries, or red currants and
raspberries, which carefully pick

and wash, and boil to a pulp
with a pint of water. Let it slight-

ly cool and then stir in the beaten
yolk of an egg and a little sugar.

Strain the soup, which should be
served cold.

* COLD SOUR SOUP
Take a pound of sour grass

(sorrel), remove leaves, wash
well, cut and Squeeze well. Peel

three potatoes, mince a bunch of

young onions, salt and set on to

boil, when boiling add the sour

grass and let boil well, add two

tablespoons of sugar, and a bit

of sour salt, let simmer a bit,

afterward add two well-beaten

eggs. Do not, boil this soup after

adding the eggs This soup is to

be eaten cold. It can be kept for

some time in jars.

BROILED SALT MACKEREL
Freshen the fish by soaking it

over night in cold water, with

the skin uppermost. Drain and

wipe dry, remove the head and

tail, place it upon a butter broil-

er, and slowly broil to a light

brown. Place upon a hot dish,

add pepper, bits of butter, a

sprinkling of parsley and a little

lemon juice.

FISH WITH SAUERKRAUT
Fry an onion in butter (or

vegetable oil), add sauerkraut

and cook. Boil the fish in salt

water, then bone and shred. Fry

two minced onions in butter or

oil, put them into the kettle with

the fish, add two egg yolks, but-

ter or oil, a little pepper and

a tablespoon of breadcrumbs;

steam for half hour and serve

with the kraut.

FILLET DE SOLE A LA CREOLE
Fillet some large flounders,

and have fishman send you all

the bones; put the bones on to

boil; wash, dry, and season the

fillets; roll them (putting in some

bits of butter), and fasten each

one with a wooden toothpick.

Strain the water from the bones;

thicken with a little brown flour

and onion; add to this one-half

can of tomatoes, a little cayenne

pepper, salt, and chopped green

peppers. Let this sauce simmer
for a couple of hours (this need

not be strained ) ;
put the fillets

in a casserole, and pour some of

this sauce over them, and put

in the oven for about fifteen min-

utes. Then pour over the rest of

the tomato sauce, sprinkle a lit-

tle chopped parsley and serve.

One can add a few mushrooms
to the sauce The mushrooms
must be fried in butter before
being added to the sauce,

ficiary of a miracle, made to or-

der for our benefit. There is a

reason for celebrating this holi-

day, and we need not look far to

find it.

Pharoah was not asked to set

the people of Israel free for his

sake, nor again for theirs. It is

true that benefits would accrue

to him and them from such free-

dom. But it was not for this that

the miracle came to pass. Nor
was he asked to send the people

forth that they might serve their

God. And this is the heart of the

matter of freedom—and unhap-

pily, of the forty years wander-

ing in the desert as well. That

generation was not worthy of the

miracle, and not worthy of the

gift. And it was for this that, they

suffered. And it is from this that

we are to learn the general prop-

osition that there is no freedom
without concommitant responsi-

bility.

We have seen the equivalent

of miracles in our own day, and
we are indeed, the beneficiaries

of the blood and tears of others.

It ill behooves those who have
hot paid the initial price, to quib-

ble at the cost of the upkeep.

There is no time ever more pro-

pitious for the paying of the debt

and the acceptance of the re-

sponsibility than the eternal now.
Indeed, every discharge of re-

sponsibility on behalf of such
a great gift, should rather be

viewed as an opportunity to af-

firm the acceptance.

On the day of the Declaration

of Independence of the State of

Israel, we happened to be in the

company of a man who was very

old, very pious, very learned and

very humble. But he was greatly

moved by the event, and he said

:

"We have been making a mistake

all these years. We have been

used" to saying that we were not

so worthy, nor suoh good Jews

as our fathers. And our fathers

said as much of their fathers.

But we must have been mistaken.

For this thing has come to pass

in our day, and not in theirs. And
so, though we must not be so

haughty as to say why it is, it

Please Turn To Page 108

Charles Aaron, Chicago attorney

and civic leader, who was elected to

his second term as president of the

National Jewish Welfare Board.

The caller was a lady, well

known in the community for her

devotion to the cause of Reform

Judaism, the president, in fact,

of the largest Reform women's

group in town. The burden of

her refrain was that she should

be given equ?l space for a reply

to this obviously anti-Reform

columnist. We can still hear her

gasping at the news that Segal

was once a student at Reform's

own rabbinical college, and that

he was still actively identified

with that movement.

The purpose of the aforemen-

tioned story is not, we hope it is

clear, to embarrass anyone. But

we think that it's one of the best

illustrations possible of Segal's

independence, his highly individ-

ual point of view. Some people

close the door on their minds be-

fore they have any to sneak of,

at a very tender age. Segal is

still open to suggestions at. the

age of 71. And he doesn't mind
sharing his questioning with his

congregation.

That,

was ours, and we make not se-

cret of it. Some may concentrate

on other aspects, finding in the

wide variety of his human sym-

pathy and interests, other, more

congenial aspects. Perhaps that

is the true secret of his appeal.

Large, we feel free now to use

the age-old rabbinic method of

illustrating our final point with

a little tale. They say that a great

and illustrious rabbi, walking

through a field one day, came on

a little boy who appeared to be

holding something and staring

at the sky. The rabbi, an old

man, stared upward and saw

nothing at all. Turning to the

boy, he asked, "What are you

staring at?" The boy replied,

"I'm watching by kite." Said the

elderly sage, "But, I can't see

it and it, is so high, and the day

so overcast, that I doubt whether

you can either." To which the boy

responded, "I do not have to see

it. I have the string in my hand,

and when I feel it tugging, I

know my kite is there."

There are many things we can-

not see and yet, if we but hold

fast to the string of what has

been good in the teachings of our

fathers, we too would feel the

kite of peace and brotherhood.

For Al Segal, the kite string is

that golden chain of great ethi-

cal Jewish teachings stretching

back to his beloved Micah, and
beyond—and stretching forward,

we hope and trust, for many,
many years to come.

On June 20-26 a special meet-

ing of the United Nations took

place in San Francisco to com-

memorate the tenth anniversary

of the signing of the Charter of

the world organization, which

took place in that city on June

26, 1945. Thus the United Na-

tions has completed the first ten

years of its existence. This callr,

for an evaluation of its signifi-

cance for the aims for which it

was established: to prevent wars,

to develop friendly relations

among nations, and to achieve

international cooperation in the

solution of economic, social, cul-

tural, and humanitarian prob-

lems, and to promote respect for

human rights.

The special meeting of the U.

N., atended by all its members,

was devoted mainly to addresses

by representatives of these na-
(

tions. Each in his own way and

from his own point of view, gave

an evaluation of the international

body and its achievements and

failures.

The Charter's Origin

In order to understand why

the Charter was framed as we
know it, we must trace its origin

and take into account the forces

which led to the establishment

of the U. N.

We have to realize first of all

that while it was signed after

the war in Europe had ended

and there was general hope for

a victory in the Pacific, it was,

in substance, written during the

most terrible war the human
race has ever experienced. In

fact, its inception can be traced

to the Atlantic Charter, the joint

declaration by Roosevelt and

Churchill made on August 14th,

1941, which proclaimed certain

common principles in the policies

of the United States and Great

Britain on which they hoped to

establish a better future for the

world, among them the famous

"freedom from fear and want,"

meaning peace and expanded ec-

onomic opportunities.

As early as January 1, 1942.

the name of the "United Nations"

appeared on the joint declara-

tion of the governments of 26

states who, subscribing to the

principles of the Atlantic Char-

ter, pledged their full resources

for winning the war against the

Axis. These 26 nations were later

joined by an additional 21 na-

tions — they comprised what

could be described as the "United

Nations" for victory, the "grand

coalition" against the Axjs pow-

ers. While the aforesaid declara-

tions were concerned with the

war, the Declaration of Four Na-

tions (United States, Great Brit-

ain, USSR and China) on General

Security of October 30, 1943,

known as the Moscow Declara-

tion, clearly envisaged the neces-

sity of establishing a general in-

ternational organization based on

the principle of sovereign quality

of all peace-loving nations and

open for membership by all such

states, large and small, for the

maintenance of international

peace and security. We find here

two of the basic principles of

the Charter—the sovereign equal"

ity of all nations and "peace-

love" as the conditions of mem-
bership.

To translate the general prin-

ciples of the Moscow Declara-,

tion into a concrete plan, studies

were made for quite some time-

in the Foreign Offices of the Big

Powers. It was, however, not

until August, 1944, that repre-
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sentatives of the Big Four met

in Dumbarton Oaks for conver-

sations regarding the basic prin-

ciples on which the the interna-

tional organization was to be

based. The results of these con-

versations, which took place be-

tween August 21 and September

7, 1944, were laid down in what

came to be known as the Dum-

barton Oaks Proposals—unann

mously agreed-upon recommen-

dations of the four delegations

to their governments.

These proposals were not put

in the form of a charter and did

not contain all of the important

elements of the Organization;

they were regarded only as a

basis for discussions at a general

conference of the United Nationa

to be called at a later time, to

frame a charter. They were main-

ly concerned with the organiza-

tional framework of the proposed

organization and the basic obli-

gations and responsibilities of the

members. As might have been

expected otherwise, the proposals

followed largely the set-up of the

League of Nations but also took

account of what was regarded

as the deficiencies of that orga-

nization before the outbreak of

the war—namely, the manner in

which the functions of the organs

of the League and the obligations

of the members were defined.

When, at the Yalta Conference,

the difficult and crucial problem

of the voting in the Security

Council was resolved, the way

was open for the final drafting

of a Charter of the United Na-

tions. The participants at Yalta

agreed to call a conference in

San Francisco on April 25, 1945,

to this effect. The Charter was

to be drafted along the lines of

the Dumbarton Oaks proposals.

Invitations were sent to all states

which had declared war on Ger

many and Japan by March 1,

1945. and had signed the United

Nations Declaration; they were

joined by some others so that

the conference was attended by

representatives of fifty govern-

ments. The conference worked in

four commisions with committees

and subcommittees and prepared

what is now the Charter of the

United Nations.

The United Nations at Work

As we have seen, the Charter

was prepared and signed at a

time when the chief aim of the

participants was a successful con-

clusion of the armed struggle

against the Axis. True, certain

divergencies of opinions between

East and West on important post-

war problems were already evi-

dent at that time, but these dif-

ferences were overshadowed by

the over-all determination of all

the nations involved to win the

war as soon as possible and to

solve the problem with which

the Allies were confronted in

Europe by joint action.

Furthermore, everyone was

under the impact of the war and,

as in similar cases, if not con-

vinced at least hopeful that the

lesson had been learned and that

the nations of the world would

be more than ever before pre-

pared to cooperate peacefully in

the solution of the problems

which would face them in the

future. The U. N. loomed large-

ly as the body which would

achieve this end. This hope was

forcefully stated by President

Truman at the closing of the San

Francisco Conference. "T h e

Charter," he said
—

"is a decla-

ration of great faith by the na-

tions of the earth—faith that

war is not inevitable, faith that

peace can be maintained. If we
had the Charter a few years ago

—and above all, the will to use

it—millions now dead would be

alive. If we should falter in then

future in our will to use it, mil-

lions now living will surely die."

There is hardly anyone who
will claim that the U. N. has ac-

complished what its creators

dreamed of at the time of its,

establishment. The ten years

which have elapsed since June

26, 1945, have witnessed many
events which war-tired mankind
believed to be things of the past

:

basic disagreement among for-

mer allies, wars (even if only

of a local nature), an armament
race almost without precedent,

armed blocs opposing one an-

other, and so oh. It is, however,

fair to say that this is not the

fault of the Charter, although

the view is widely held that at

least some of its provisions do
not fit the present world scene,

particularly the conditions of the

cold war, the atomic age, the

emergence of new nations, the

urge toward independence among
dependent people, etc.

It would be easy to point out

the failures of the United Na-

tions in those problems for whicl

it was established, in particulai

the maintenance of peace anc

expansion of economic opportun

ities. We must, however, realize

that the actions of a world orga

nization at the present stage of

international relations based on

the primacy of the sovereign 1

rights of the state, are only a re-

flection of the relations between

the leading nations of the world.

The U. N. has made many ef-

forts at the control and reduction,

of armaments and the peaceful

solution of conflicts and pro-

posed measures for international

cooperation in solving economic,

social, and humanitarian prob-

lems. It can rightly claim credit

for localizing and, in some cases,

preventing armed conflicts, pro-

viding assistance to underdevel-

oped and dependent countries

and regions, as well as to refu-

gees and children, and establish

ing avenues for worldwide and

regional cooperation in the solu-

tion of a number of pressing

problems. The U. N. has been

working in cooperation and co-

ordination with a multitude of

international bodies, some of

which had already existed before,

but most of which were estab

lished after the last war. Suffice

it to mention the U. N. Techni-

cal Assistance Program, the Ul

N. High Commissioner for Ref-

ugees, the U. N. Agency for the

Palestine Refugees, Korean Re-

habilitation, the International La-

bour Office, the Food and Agri-

cultural Organization, the World,

Health Organization, the Inter-

national Children's Emergency
Fund, UNESCO, the Internation-

al Bank For Reconstruction and

Development, the economic com-

misions for Europe, Asia, and
Latin America—all of these must

be understood to realize the vast

services rendered by the U. N.

to mankind.

Too many communities

naively imagine that the Jewish

youth of their localities will be

so impressed by the architecture

of the synagogue or Jewish cen-

ter that this alone will be suf-

ficient to keep them within the

Jewish fold. Too many alas, find

no room in their budgets for an

adequately paid professional He-

brew teacher or a Jewish lecture

or concert series, giving heavy

mortgage payments on their

buildings—too expensive in the

first place—as an excuse.

And it's not only the spiritual

needs of young and old that re-

main unsatisfied in many an

American Jewish community to-

day. Sometimes even the bodily

needs of Jews of whose care we
American Jews boast, so much,

remain unprovided for. We may
have enough Jewish hospitals

and we may be making adequate

provision to find homes for home-
less Jewish orphans, but in a city

like New York, containing nearly

half of the Jewish population of

the United States, there is a woe-

ful lack of Jewish homes for the

aged. Other smaller American
Jewish communities, who do
make proper provision for their

aged, might very well chide New
York Jewry and shame it into

creating many more old-age

homes, even though New York
Jewry might in turn chide these

communities for doing so little

about the Jewish education of

their younger and older mem-
bers.

The point of all the above is

that at this time of the year, at

this solemn season of spiritual

stock-taking and penitence Jew-
ish communities ought to be
made aware of their serious

shortcomings, their spiritual fail-

ure which is only another ex-

pression of the word "sin", and
how important it is that they rec-

tify their errors. Surely in this

The fact is that the

Israelis are finding in the sand

and stone a most important eco-

nomic asset. According to S. Rob-'

ert Abrahami, who is now visit-

ing the country from Israel, it

has been found that sand and

stone combined in concrete can

do about everything timber can

do and some of the jobs, they

can do better than timber.

A variety of experiments have

been made at the Yuval-Gad fac-

ory in Ascalon, all the way from

railroad ties to pre-fabricated

homes and they have been at-

tended with unusual success.

Mr. Abrahami, who is the di-

rector general of the Yuval-Gal

factory predicts that sand is go-

ing to save Israel 90 percent of

its timber bill.

Mr. Abrahami is particularly

hopeful about the pre-fabricated

home made of this material. It

can be assembled by two or three

workmen. He foresees a great

future for this type of home not

only in Israel, but for export.

The Yuval-Gad factory, financ-

ed by State of Israel Bonds is a

"colossal" affair if we may bor-

row some Hollywoodese. It is

the largest factory of its kind

in the world. It was brought into

being to make concrete pipes and

this is its principal business. It

is only the waste which is at

present diverted to the other

uses mentioned, but it may be

expected that when the task of

completing the irrigation of Is-

rael is over, the by-product, mak-
ing sand and stone substitutes

for timber articles, may take a

lead-place in its agenda.

Right now Israel is looking for-

ward to the completion of the

segment of the pipeline to Beer-

sheba, which is expected to take

place some time this coming
April. This is expected to be
a history making day marking
a turing point in Israel's farming
economy. For the first time, irri-

gation will have made sufficient

areas available definitely to es-

tablish Israel's self-sufficiency

Above all. it would seem that

no time of our year bears better

witness to our status as a people
of learning than this Rosh Ha-

shonah. This is the time for us
to know ourselves, to be true to

pur best selves. And this we can-

not do without that standard

against which we can measure

ourselves that has been laid down

over the centuries.

No one of us can be so pre-

sumptuous as to imagine that, he

could give himself a "clean bill

of health", simply on the grounds

that some internal process made
him "feel okay." Judaism re-

quires less anarchic grounds for

such judgments. What is required

is a knowledge of the standards,

a kind of spiritual Bureau of

Weights and Measures. Nobody
puts his thumb on these scales.

Because of this grand difference

in our system of belief, then, we
can say with pride, not "Happy
New Year" but "May you be in-

scribed for a good year." Which
really means, of course, "May
you have a thorough knowledge

of what is required of you by

ancient precept, and secure in

that knowledge, may you meas-

ure up to that requirement." It

means, above all things, that you

should measure up, not to some
idea of "happiness", which is an

invention of man for man, but

to some standard of knowledge,

which is God's duty imposed on

man. Not for a burden, but. for

his true glory.

Beginning his

respectful tribute from "the Chil-

dren of the Stock of Abraham"
he goes on to state

:

"Deprived as we hitherto have

been of the invaluable rights of

free citiens, we now—with a deep

sense of gratitude to the Al-

mighty Disposer of all events

—

behold a government erected by

the majesty of the people- a

government which to bigotry

gives no sanction, to persecution

no assistance, but generously af-

fording to all lioerty of consci-

ence and immuntiies of citizen-

ship, deeming every one of what-

ever nation, tongue or language,

equal parts of the great govern-

mental machine."

The Seixas letter evidently im-

pressed George Washington, who
repeats its punch line, which
has become a classic phrase of

American humanism. In a letter

that ranks with the best docu-

ments of Hamilton of Jefferson,

the Father of his Country an-

swers the Newport Congregation:

A Scrap of Parchment
Continude From Page 36

mously instructive; for the first

time, I had some inkling of what

it was to be a Jew.

This initial insight produced,

in time, another awakening. Like

most American Jews, I clung to

the notion that regular attend-

ance at synagogue was limited

to pious Jews. Outside of the

High Holy Days, who goes to shul

at any other time? Only the orth-

odox, it seemed; and since this

was a role that was inconceiv-

able for me, the issue was closed.

But not for long. The first ex-

perience had stimulated curios-

ity; by attending services, lect-

ures and other programs, my in-

quiry would be accelerated and

broadened. But this rational ap-

proach was only one part, of the

motivation, and I knew it. To
understand being a Jew, one

must belong to the Jewish people.

Impelled by this logic, I asked

a rabbi whom I esteemed, "How
does one get to belong?" It is a

tribute to his good sense that he

refrained from laughing in my
lace. How, indeed? The question

was tantamount to asking my
parents for an engraved invita-

tion to dinner. One simply walks

through the open doors of the

synagogue, sits down among the

congregants, and "belongs."

As for social discrimina-

tion, an emotionally secure Jew
can ignore it.

Now, a final word about as

similation and intermarriage. I

believe that both are on the in-

crease, and yet not enough to be

alarming or to threaten our sur-

vival. These are the inevitable

consequences of living in a free

land where our children mingle

with those of other faiths. I be-

lieve, however, that, with more
intensive Jewish education and

better home and synagogue in-

fluence, intermarriage will not

increase appreciably.

I have tried to project the pic-

ture, as I see it, of the American

Jewish community of the future.

I believe in America. I am opti-

mistic about the future of the Jew
and Judaism here. I believe that

we have something very positive

to contribute to American
thought and life. We are the

heirs of a great prophetic faith,

whose basic concept is the dignity

and the divinity of man. It is

the Jewish idea which under-

scores democracy and gives di-

mension to the American vision.

Our might and our power as a

people lie not in material achieve-

ments, but in releasing to Ameri-
ca the spiritual potential which
is latent in us as the heirs of a

moral covenant.

The Symbols of Succoth

The so called "Pilgrimage Festivals", consisting of Peasach,

Shavuoth and Succoth commemorate, as the pseudonym sug-

gests, the liberation of the Jews from the slavery of Egypt. The

last named, the equivalent of our English "booths", or "taber-

nacles", received its name from the outdoor nature of its obser-

vance. The seasonal aspect of this holiday is reognized likewise,

It as it is also referred to as the "Festival of the Ingathering", de-

noting the final summer storing of crops.

Color is given to the holiday by the symbols with which it is

: associated. They are the Ethrog, or citron; the Lulav, branches

of palm trees; the Hadas, or myrtle, and the Aravah, or willow.

During the seven day holiday, the more observant Jews pay

I strict heed to these symbols. Each morning, the Lulav, Hadas,

[i and Aravah are held in one hand, and the Ethrog in the other.

I Then the two hands are joined in the recital of the blessing.

The Succah is of course, the tabernacle, and its preparation

rj by adult and youth alike is an occasion of solemnity and devo-

I tion.

Poetic meaning is given to the symbols of Succoth by the

| heart, the seat of understanding, that one is to serve God under-

Following as closely as it does on the heels of the more sober-

ing Rosh Hashonah and Yom Kippur, Succoth comes as a lighter

breath of joy and uplift. Recalling its symbolism, we return to

our normal living, refreshed.

Well-Merited Recognition

Those of our readers who have followed the project of the

Circuit Riding Rabbi in the columns of the TIMES-OUT-
LOOK, ever since it was but a gleam in the eye of Charlotte's

man of Jewish affairs, I. D. Blumenthal, will be justifiably

proud of the recognition accorded the idea by Life Magazine

in its issue of September 19th.

This pride can well be felt by all Jews in this area, focussing

as it does attention on North Carolina as a center of progressive

Jewish activity. Those of us who have been closely associated in

this project of the North Carolina Association of Jewish Men,
are of course, pleased but not surprised at the interest that has

been manifested in this interrupting idea in conserving our

youth for Judaism. The communities served by Rabbi Harold

Friedman and his charming wife have testified from the outset

the soundness of the idea and its urgent need. That the basis is

sound is assured by the interest which rabbinical and other

groups have evidenced, and it would not be too hazardous a

prediction to envisage a spread of the technique in communities

throughout the country where there exists the similar problem of

serving the Jews religiously in small communities.

All credit, then to North Carolina,—the pioneer.

Edward Rosewater—Pioneer

The American Jewish Archives, located on the campus of the

Hebrew Union College-Jewish Institute of Religion in Cincin-
nati, Ohio, announces the acquisition of approximately 4,000
items relating to two generations of the Rosewater family cov-
ering a century of activity. This valuable collection, presented

by Mr. and Mrs. Edward Rosewater of Elkins Park, Pennsylvan-
ia, is rich in the history of American telegraphy; the territorial

and state history of Nebraska; the growth of the Republican
Party in the post-bellum period; the trenchant journalism

which preceded the era of muckraking; the struggle for power
between the major newspaper press associations; the trans-Missi-

ssippi West; the building of the Union Pacific; the problem of

railroads, rates, and wages; Indian conflicts; anti-Negro riots;

anti-Semitism; and the inner history of the Sesqui-centennial

held in Philadelphia in 1926.

On January 1, 1863, less than ten years after his arrival in the

United States, this twenty-three year old Rosewater, flashed the

news of the Emancipation Proclamation across the telegraph

wires. It was a solemn day in Washington when the Proclama-

tion was issued, but for young Rosewater it was another in a

series of exciting events as military telegrapher on the battle-

field and in the war office.

Young Edward Rosewater arrived in the United Stattes from
Bohemia in 1 8 53 at the age of thirteen. He brought with him
a good knowledge of Hebrew, Bohemian, and German. He first

trudged the peddler's path, like so many German-Jewish immi-
grants. A brief sojourn of six months in a Cleveland commercial

school constituted his formal education in this country. The
new telegraphy, improved by the Morse code, attracted young
Rosewater's attention and, in the course of two years, he mas-

tered its system. It was to influence the rest of his life.

This frail youth, hardly of average size, began his auspicious

work in the deep south. There, on the eve of the war, he met Jef-

ferson Davis, Judah P. Benjamin, and Senator William Lowndes
Yancey.

When secession took place and the War between the States

began, Rosewater found himself deep in the heart of Alabama.

As soon as it was possible, to reach the Union lines, Rosewater

returned to Ohio.

Before the war ended the expanding telegraph system con-

nected the Pacific coast with the east, and trained men were

required to operate its Eastern terminus. The key point was

Omaha, Nebraska Territory. A top position was offered to Ed-

ward Rosewater. Sensing the value of describing the pioneer

settlements through which he traveled to his assignment, Rose-

water sent news letters and dispatches to the Cleveland Herald.

Those dispatches, giving a vivid, pioneer account of those west-

ern cities dotting the map for the first time in history, are now
in the possession of the American Jewish Archives.

Rosewater became a participant in the growth of the city of

Omaha and in the organization of the state of Nebraska. From
1864 to 1871 he was correspondent and telegrapher for the

Western Union. Corruption in far-western politics whetted the

Tea and cake, flavored with

anticipatory praise of their syna-

gogue junior choir, was heartily

enjoyed. The mothers departed.

Their inspiration and enthusiasm
was followed by successful proj-

ects and the money earned was
clearly earmarked: "Choir
Fund". Mr. Nussbaum telephon-

ed the cantor and the date for

the first rehearsal was arranged.

Eleven girls and boys between
the age of 8 and 12 and Mr. Nuss-
baum greeted the cantor in the
basement auditorium. He asked
them to be seated and then ex-

pressed his appreciation for their

presence.

"I will listen to your voices,"
he said. "One at a time. If any of
you can't sing right, please don't
feel hurt. It's very nice to be able
to sing, but no disgrace if you
can't. We don't all have the same
talents," he smiled. The children
smiled back at him confidently.
"Will you please come forward?"
He beckoned to the first child
and asked her to sing the arpeg-
gios as he played them on the
piano. In quick succession the
children were auditioned and
those who sang in tune were
immediately accepted, with no
special requirements as to voice
quality. Those who did not follow
the tune were asked to sing,
without piano accompaniment!
"My Country 'Tis of Thee," or
"Hatikvah" Only when the can-
tor could detect no reasonable

similarity between the original

melody and the attempted imi-

tation he regretfully told the ap-

plicant that he could not be ac-

cepted to the choir. Four dejected

children left the room.

"Hardly enough for a choir,"

the cantor told Mr. Nussbaum.

"Don't worry," Mr. Nussbaum
assured him. "Next week more
children will come. But, weren't

you hasty in sending those four

away? Their mothers might be

insulted."

"There's no insulted intend-

ed," the cantor replied patiently.

"The children simply don't have

an ear for music."

"But couldn't you teach

them?"

"I can teach them songs if they

follow a tune. Those four chil-

dren are tone deaf."

"So, in a big group—I'm sure

you'll have 15 or 20 children

—

if only a few don't sing just so,

will it matter?."

"In a group of 50, Mr. Nuss-

baum, if only one sings out of

tune, it matters."

Mr. Nussbaum shrugged. "I

don't know," he said. "Maybe
you're a littia too particular."

The cantor sat down at the

piano, struck a few chords, and
turned his attention to the group
impatiently waiting for the first

lesson. "We'll sing the "Keddus-
ha"" he said, in "two parts."

The boy who had the strongest

voice was selected to sing the
solo and the other six were
taught the tunes. Suddenly, with
no ceremony, the door burst open
and a woman, her coat flapping
before her, her scarf flying be-
hind her, a boy and a girl on
each side of her, thrust herself
into the ro^m. Mrs. Goldstein
stood before Mr. Nussbaum, com-
pletely ignoring the cantor, and
spoke between heaving gaps.

you told them to sing 'My Coun-
try.' Is that right?"

"That's right."

"But even before they finish-

ed you said : 'That's all.

Enough!' "

"That's what I said."

So, is that a fair trial?"

The cantor turned back to the

piano, struck some chords, then
signalled Master Goldstein. "Sing
the same tones you hear me
play," he said.

By The Honorable Jacob K. Javits

Attorney General— State Of New York

vaccine" against delinquency.

Among the most successful in-

stitutions that project these feel-

ings for our children are the

Jewish Community Centers that

now serve more than 250 com-

munities throughout the coun-

try. The Center's program of

clubs, hobby groups, cultural

projects, sports, social activities

and opportunities for sharing in

communal life is a natural for

young people.

Activities and sound moral

standards that make for good

home life, for friendly family

togetherness produce solid young
citizens at any age. All young-

sters suffer growing pains but

they can be withstood by well-

established relationships between
parents and children. The fact

is that the surest preventative

against delinquency is a happy,

responsible family life. It is an
old truism that the family that

plans together stays together.

And I have found that the Jew-

ish Community Center is a kind

of extension of the home for it

serves the entire family.

When unhappy, angry children

strike out blindly against society,

the active role of good recrea-

tional facilities and planned leis-

ure-time activities can be most

helpful. Individual parents are

often hard put to deal with this

problem, which is not limited

to the underprivileged. But
through participation in commun-
ity efforts such as Jewish Com-
munity Centers and YM-YWHAs
they can find help not only for

themselves and their children but

also for other parents and chil-

dren too.

For the past decade the Jew-

ish Community Center move-

ment, under the leadership of

the National Jewish Welfare

Board, has been expanding at a

record pace throughout the coun-

try. Millions of dollars are be-

ing poured into new buildings,

enlarged services, better pro-

grams, improved facilities, all in

an effort to keep up with an in-

satiable demand from the Jew-
ish community.

i

Two years ago, Senator Her-

bert H. Lehman, in a statement

published in the Congressional

Record during the centennial of

the Center movement, said that

"the organized leisure-time group

activities made possible by Jew-

ish Community Centers play an

essential role m affording whole-

some release from the anxieties

and tensions and fears that be-

set every home and every family

and every community under the

pressures to which we are sub-

ject. Children and old folks,

whose needs are too often neg-

lected in a crisis, find the Jewish

Community Centers particularly

concerned with their recreational

and social problems." That state-

ment is even more valid today.

Although juvenile delinquency

has traditionally been less a

problem among Jews than among
our non-Jewish neighbors, we
cannot be smug about this. The
old maxim about an ounce of

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A New Era

In Education
By Sam Hartstein

A major revolution is taking

place in American Jewish life re-

lating to the education of women.
Although the American Jewish

community is now 300 years old,

the education of women Jewishly

remained until recently an acci-

dental process centering mostly

about the home, — whatever

Mother could impart— the Sun-

day School and possibly, the Tal-

mud Torah. The benefits of such

an education could at best be

described as rudimentary.

Although limited attempts have

been made to develop some type

of overall system it took faith

and wisdom of Dr. Samuel Belkin,

distinguished president of Yeshi-

va University to evolve a pattern

of education that enables the

Jewish young woman of today to

broaden her elementary educa-

tion, to continue it on the high

school level and now, through
the Stern College for Women, on
the college level.

Within the past ten years, Ye-
shiva University has opened three

new schools to provide young
women of high school age and
up with the opportunity of re-

ceiving an intensive Jewish edu-
cation simultaneously with all

the benefits of a general aca-

demic culture.

This new approach bodes well
for the future Jewish home and
promises to produce a future gen-

eration well versed in Jewish
knowledge and world culture,

harmoniously blending the two
for living as an American and a

Jew.

These schools serve many vital

needs. They make it possible for

the young woman to continue her
Jewish education in a positive en-

vironment, with all the benefits

of modern progressive schooling.

Moreover, they also make it pos-

sible for more young women in-

terested in teaching Hebrew to

train professionally in the field.

Above all, as in the case of Stern

College, the young woman who
for one reason or another has

neglected her Hebrew education

can during her college days,

make up for lost time, starting

even with the Aleph bes as the

case may be. Parents sending

their daughters to these schools,

from all parts of the country,

have been encouraged not only

by the educational progress of

their progenies but particularly,

by the opportunity their children

have to live in a congenial and

sympathetic Jewish environment

during their formative years.

At Yeshiva University, women
now comprise 25 per cent of the

student body, out of a total en-

rollment at the University of

2,672 students, the largest in any

institution of learning under Jew-

ish auspices.

Three divisions of the Univer-

sity, all established within the

past six years, are women's
schools, and two of its graduate

divisions are coeducational.

For more than half-a-century

after its founding in 1886, Ye-

shiva University was an all-male

institution. Then, in 1945 the In-

stitute of Mathematics was creat-

ed, and women were admitted to

its programs. Today there are 173

women among the 635 persons

registered for this series.

Education for women at Ye-

shiva University, the first Amer-
ican university under Jewish au-

spices, received its greatest im-

petus in 1948, when Central

Yeshiva High School for Girls

was founded. This preparatory

school offers a complete Regents-

approved academic curriculum

combined with a program of Jew-

ish studies. During these six

years, enrollment has jumped

from a mere handful to over 300,

and only lack of space prevents

its registration from doubling

readily.

In the same year, the School

of Education and Community

Administration was opened on a

coeducational basis. Nine women
are among its 54 graduate stu-

dents.

In 1954, Stern College for

Women was established through

the generosity of Max Stern,

president of Hartz Mountain

Products and vice-chairman of

the University's Board of Trus-

tees. This school is the nation's

first liberal arts college for wom-
en under Jewish auspices, and

offers programs that combine

work in the sciences and human-

ities with Jewish studies. Thirty-

three young women from seven

states comprise the pilot class of

Stern College.

Other developments were the

first graduation of Central Ye-

shiva High School for Girls, and

the founding of Teachers Insti-

tute for Women. The Institute,

which currently has a registration

of 200 offers evening courses in

Hebrew and pedagogy. The first

graduates of this school received

their diplomas at Yeshiva's com-

mencement exercises last June.

Of particular interest is the

Stern College for Women now
rounding out its pioneer year

as the nation's first liberal arts

college for women under Jewish

auspices. It is proving the valid-

ity of an idea by two farsighted

personalities — a businessman

deeply concerned with the educa-

tion of women and an educator

who conceived a trailblazing

project to carry out the idea:

Max Stern, donor of $500,000

to start the school, and Dr. Bel-,

kin, who initiated the noble ex-:

periment.

Thirty-three young modern >

Obviously, the first challenge

were the very sick and, in par-

ticular, those with infectious or

contagious diseases. No less than

26,000 of these received treat-

ment.

This year, Malben can report

major progress with respect to

the problem of tuberculosis. The

waiting period for admission has

been cut to less than one month

and Malben has recently been

able to close one of its smaller

sanatoria, which is being con-

verted into a home for infirm

aged.

Moreover, as a first step to-

wards the coordination of Israel's

diverse health services (a diver-

sity carried over from Mandatory

times), in the past year there

has been established a pooling

system of all TB hospital facili-

ties in the country, whereby the

admission and discharge of pa-

tients of all categories of the

population comes under the su-

pervision and control of Malben.

Hopefully, this coordination can

be extended to other health serv-

ices in the coming year.

With more and more patients

leaving the hospital, the center

of gravity of Malben operations

is shifting increasingly towards

economic rehabilitation. Not that

medical services are no longer

required, but the proportion of

those who have already received

hospital treatment is growing

steadily in relation to those still

in hospital or awaiting treat-

ment.

Yoself Guatta, the gas station

attendant, is a good example. He
arrived in the country five years

ago from Tripoli, together with

his wife and five children. It was
soon found that he was suffering

from active tuberculosis and he
was hospitalized by Malben.
Now, after four and a half

years of care and treatment,

Guatta has recovered and rejoin-

ed his family, which has in the

meantime been having a hard
time trying to live on relief pay-

ments. However, his return to

the family is no outright bless-

ing, for he will never be able to

return to unskilled heavy man-
ual labor. He has no special skill

and is too old for vocational

training. His last year in the

hospital was therefore used to

MEET THE ARTIST

By Alfred Werner
Until about ten years ago, few

Jewish leaders — rabbis, educa-

tors, the trustees of a synagogue,

the board members of a Com-
munity Center—had met an art-

ist, unless they happened to be

collectors, or the artist was a

relative or friend. With the

triumphal entrance of art into

our houses of worship, this is

no longer so. In the past, the

walls in Jewish institutions were

left bare, save for an occasional,

and usually depressingly poor,

portrait of an old bearded man,

or a sentimental picture of a

mother blessing the candles. To-

day Art, with a capital A, finds

a warm welcome.

There are many reasons for

this change. The younger gene-

ration no longer faces works of

modern art with a feeling of un-

easiness, of suspicion. The last

war gave many a G. I. from small-

er towns, devoid of galleries and

museums, a glimpse into the

realm of art through leave in a

metropolis, or on sight-seeing

trips in Europe. Since the estab-

lishment of the State of Israel, at

least a dozen of its leading art-

ists have come to this country,

to exhibit, and to lecture. Many
doors, hearts and even purses

were opened to them, not because

they were good artists, but be-

cause they were messengers from
the Holy Land—and people who,

ordinarily, have no room in their

lives for art, made exceptions in

these cases, were willing to look,

to listen, and even to admire.

A middle-aged rabbi in a small

Middle Western town confessed

to me that, while he was versed

in Hebrew and English literature,

and had, of course, also read the

major Greek and Roman classics

as well as books by Goethe, Vic

tor Hugo, Dostoevsky, Tolstoy

and other foreign authors, he hac

never gotten around to an under

standing of the fine arts. "But

I am determined to start from

scratch," he added, bravely, "and

have picked up some books that

may give me at leat a rudimen-

tary education. I've got to know
something on this score, if

don't want to be left behind by

my congregation. It all startec

when an artist, who had movec

here from Chicago, became
member of our synagogue. With
in a month, he had organized

class in painting for adults, anc

another for children. Before he

came, we had two or three smal

pictures on the walls. They had

hung there since long before my
time, and nobody bothered to

take them down—nobody both

ered to look at them either. Now,
we own a dozen new pictures

and while I do not care for al

of them, I must admit that they

brighten up the rooms, and that

people do look at them. The next

thing that they'll expect from

me will be a lecture on art

—

after all, a rabbi is supposed to

be omniscient. So you see I have

gotten an extra job—thanks to

that artist who, by the way, is a

very likeable fellow."

In another small town—in this

case, in Mississippi—the Jewish

congregation is fortunate in hav-

ing a spiritual leader who is a

great art enthusiast, has been

collecting works of Jewish ar

for many years, and is assisted

by his college-trained wife in hi^

efforts to make "art-conscious"

not only his flock, but the whole*

town. The nearest museum
hundreds of mile away, but the

rabbi and the rebbetzen, unde

terred, use camera and slides to

acquaint the local shopkeepers

and tradesmen, and their sons

and daughters, with the world's

great works of art, from the

Egyptian pyramids to the most

recent products of Picasso.

Somebody once remarked i

"One can, indeed, exist without

art, but one cannot well live with-

out it." This holds true for in^

dividuals of all races, members

of all religious groups, including

of course, the Jews. The Second
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tommandment was never meant

h be interpreted as demanding

le elimination of the Fine Arts

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LITTLE THINGS MEAN A LOT

By Marc Siegel

There are at least a hundred

and ninety-six ways to tell about

the work of American Jewish

women's organizations in Israel.

I know. I've been doing it for

years. But until I visited Israel

recently to write a scenario for a

new film now being produced for

the Mizrachi Women's Organiza-

tion of America, I didn't realize

that the best way—as far as I can

see— is to tell not about the

buildings American Jewish wom-
en have erected; not about the

hundreds of boys and girls in

each of the dozens of projects

sponsored by women's groups;

not even about the incredible

process of integration and com-
mingling of children from dif-

ferent cultures which you feel

so strongly in the endless chair

of children's villages and settle-

ment houses and centers. The
best way is to tell about little

things. Little things means a lot.

A Newsboy's Face
In Jerusalem, along about four

o'clock in the afternoon, the

newsboys take over. They're

mostly youngsters of eight, nine,

perhaps ten years of age. And
at four o'clock in the afternoon,

quite suddenly, the narrow hilly

streets of Jerusalem are filled

with the sounds of their voices

hawking the afternoon papers.

If you so much as flick an eyelid,

you'll have three or four news-
boys fighting to sell you your
copy for a few prutot. It seems
almost comic, at first—the way
the kids scamper a full block to

try to sell you a paper. And then
you notice the expression on the

face of any one of them—an ex-

pression of such intensity that

you'd think a million dollar deal

was pending.

It's a little thing—that expres-

sion. But it means a lot.

Behind the expression is a

household of North African Jews,

or Iraqui Jews, or Yemenite Jews
struggling heroically to stay alive,

to keep itself fed, to keep itself

clothed—even if poorly. The
newsboys don't wear shoes. They
don't have them. And the news-

boys don't have a place to play,

or to study, or to engage in the

thousand and one occupations

that little hands should be e

gaged in.

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MILESTONES IN LEGAL HISTORY
The now-famous Prinz Vs. McGinley libel trial in Newark, N. J. marks the
first time in American court history that a natorious anti-Semite lias been
brought to justice and convicted for defamation. In view of the far-reaching
effect of the lawsuit upon all Americans and, particularly, upon the American
Jewish community, the American Jewish Congress here makes available, for
the first time, a full discussion of the celebrated libel case.—The Editor.

A lawsuit of deep significance

for all Americans and particular-

ly the Jewish community came
to a successful end on March 31st

when a Superior Court jury in

Essex County, New Jersey re-

turned a $30,000 verdict in favor

of Dr. Joachim Prinz, Rabbi of

Temple B'nai Abraham in New-
ark and a national officer of the

American Jewish Congress, in

his libel action against Conde
McGinley, editor and publisher of

the anti-Semitic newspaper COM-
MON SENSE. This verdict is the

largest recovery in a libel action

ever received in Essex County.

But the impact of the decision is

in no way summed up by the im-

pressive size of the money judge-

ment. The outcome of Dr. Prinz'

litigation constitutes unmistak-

able assurance of the essential

balance and stability of American
public opinion.

For the past ten years COM-
MON SENSE has been edited and

published in Union, New Jersey

by Conde McGinley, a one-time

lunch wagon operator and short-

order cook. Throughout most of

this period the publication has

indiscriminately loosed its hos-

tility against such diverse targets

as Jews, Zionism, the Talmud,

Dean Acheson, the American
Jewish Congress and those who
urge fluoridization of public

drinking water. If only because

of the violent extremism of their

views, Conde McGinley and his

camp-followers have until recent

years been, for the most part, a

source of minor irritation. Lately,

however, McGinley has become
the darling of some big-money
bigots who have become enchant-

ed by the phenomenon in the

anti-Semitic field of an operator

who is genuinely dedicated to

his prejudices.

Vituperation Grows

As COMMON SENSE has gain-

ed in influence, the extravagance

of its charges has increased. The
paper constantly reports "Jew-
ish plots" to undermine Christ-

ian civilization. Testimony by Mc-
Ginley indicated his belief that

American courts have been cor-

rupted by Communists "like Jus-

tice Brandeis." COMMON SENSE

maintains that Eisenhower is a

"stooge" of the Marxists and is

helping to fulfill the directives

of the "Protocols of Zion." The
downfall of our economy is die

tated by the "Communist Jewish
Federal Reserve System."

Some of the headlines of COM
MON SENSE provide a recogniz

able symbol of the editor's men
tality. In a special issue that Mc
Ginley regards as one of the most
important documents ever to

have been published, a banner
headline proclaimed "ASIATIC
MARXIST JEWS CONTROL EN
TIRE WORLD AS LAST WAR
COMMENCES . . . THOUSANDS
OF PLOTTERS PLACED IN KEY
POSITIONS BY INVISIBLE GOV
ERNMENT." The issue featured

pictures of 36 prominent Jews, a

good number of them members
of the Eisenhower administra-

tion. McGinley boasted that he
has distributed 470,000 copies of

this issue, and it is estimated
that various numbers of COM
MON SENSE ordinarily reach
well over 100,000 readers across
the country.

Agencies Condemn Paper
From time to time various pub

lie organizations and state agen
cies have expressed their revul
sion over McGinley's activities

sociates as "native Fascists and

hate racketeers." Finally, the

General Assembly of New Jersey,

the legislature of McGinley's own
home state, passed a resolution

to "make known its abhorrence

of the organized campaign of

prejudice and bigotry and of the

author of that scurrilous litera-

ture, Conde McGinley."

Despite these condemnations,

no specific action was ever taken

to call McGinley to account until

the Prinz action. Over the years,

Jewish organizations have grown

reluctant to urge recourse to li-

bel actions as a means of deter-

ring circulation of race slanders.

It was felt, on the one hand, that

an action in libel might be mis-

construed as an encroachment

upon free speech; and, on the

other, that it might provide a

forum and an audience for hate-

mongers whose message might

otherwise be restricted in his

own ingrown clique. Rabbi Prinz'

successful suit demonstrates de-

cisively that not only is a libel

action a form of legal protection

perfectly compatible with firm

devotion to freedom of expres-

sion but that, indeed, it may
prove a useful instrument in en-

couraging the free voicing of

dissenting or legitimately non-

conformist views.

The suit brought by Rabbi

won nro row
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Prinz originated when the April

1, 1952 issue of COMMON SENSE
published the following state-

ment: "Red Rabbi Joachim Prinz

of Newark, New Jersey, who not

unlike Albert Einstein was ex-

pelled from Germany for Revolu-

tionary Communistic activities,

is the honorary Vice-President of

the American Jewish Congress."

Rabbi Prinz shortly thereafter ad-

dressed a letter to McGinley de-

nying any affiliation or sympa-

thy with Communist or Com-
munist-front activities and de-

manding a retraction. McGinley

refused to print a retraction. In

March, 1953, Rabbi Prinz filed

a complaint, not only seeking

damages to compensate for act-

ual loss sustained but also de-

manding damages to be imposed

at the discretion of the jury as

a measure of community indig-

nation and as a means of deter-

ring the repeated publication of

this or similar statements.

Trial began on March 22 in

the court of Judge Howard Ewart,

in the Superior Court of New
Jersey in Newark. Rabbi Prinz

was represented by Jerome C.

Eisenberg of Newark who had, as

his associate, Philip Baum, staff

counsel of the American Jewish

Congress. McGinley was repre-

sented by Douglas C. Baker of

Newark and by Albert W. Dil-

ling and Kirkpatrick W. Dilling

of Chicago, the former husband

and the son, respectively, of the

notorious Elizabeth Dilling, au-

thor of "The Red Network" and

herself three times indicted for

seditious conspiracy.

The trial lasted eight days. The
members of the jury— all non-

Jews — included two Catholics

and one Christian Scientist. Ev-

ery prospective juror who was
Jewish was peremptorily chal-

lenged by counsel for McGinley.

McGinley Strategy

McGinley's strategy was to di-

vert attenion from the truth or

falsity of the libel and instead

to seek to convert the proceed-

ing into a sounding board for

his prejudiced attitudes concern-

ing Zionism, "Talmudism" and

They cited ap

provingly the platform and prop

aganda of the anti-Zionist Amer
ican Council for Judaism. They

sought to emphasize a similarity

between the civil liberties ant

civil rights positions adopted by

the American Jewish Congress

and those supported by Commu
nist-front organizations.

The presiding Judge, however
refused to be distracted by these

attempts. His rulings prevented

any far-reaching excursion into

the nature of Rabbinic Judaism
or into the character of Rabbi
Prinz 's theological beliefs. Judge
Ewart further restricted inquiry

concerning the private opinions

and views of persons with whom
Rabbi Prinz came into contact

during his 15 years of public

activity in the United States.

Bishop Theodore R. Ludlow

18th century the Gomez clan

rated as the most prominent fam-

ily in all the Jewish communities

of America. At least seven mem-
bers were presidents of Shearith

Israel at a time when the office

of parnass represented the high-

est rank attainable to a people

shut out from political and civic

honors. But the inevitable decline

set in. By the end of the century

the Gomez yichus (pedigree) had

thru marriage infiltrated other

families. Their loyalty to the

American Revolution sapped

most of their wealth. Newcomers

more successful in business tend-

ed to displace the older stock in

community leadership.

By 1791 the Gomez affluence

had shrunk, perhaps to the an-

cestral homestead on Maiden

Lane. Benjamin Gomez the great

grandson of Louis Moses turned

22 with nothing in particularly

to do. In older societies the

scions of aristocratic forbears

generally idled about in genteel

poverty, contemptuous of labor,

and seeking perhaps to mend

their fortune by marrying some

heiress even of baser lineage.

But the growing democracy in

the lusty infant republic set a

premium on work and branded

idleness as parasitic. It was his

taste for reading that led Ben-

jamin Gomez to become the earli-

est Jewish bookdealer in English

America.

He set up as bookseller at 32

Maiden Lane and offered a fairly

wide selection to a population

in which the illiterate outnumber-

ed by far the articulate and pol-

ished intelligentsia. Most of the

list is forgotten; yet many of

his classics stand out as a re-

minder of the taste and culture

prevalent in New York at the

close of the 18th century. His ad-

vertised stock consisted of his-

tories, essay, medical-scientific

works, volumes on the law, nov-

els and romances, travel books,

poetry, Bibles, sermons, lectures,

and religious books "too tedious

for insertion" in the newspaper.

His most interesting publica-

tion was Joseph Priestly 's Let-

ters to the Jews Inviting them to

Amicable Discussion of the Evi

dences of Christianity. In the

same volume Gomez printed the

rejoinder by David Levi entitled

Letters to Dr. Priestly in An-

swer to Those Addressed to the

Jews. The famous scientist, not

content with his great contribu

tion to chemistry, was religious

minded and genuinely concerned

with the salvation of the Jews.

GEFILTE FISH TURNOVERS
1 jar HOROWITZ-MARGARETEN

Gefilte Fish
About 2 teaspoons prepared
horse-radish

Salt and pepper

2 tablespoons chopped chives or

green onion tops

IV2 cups sifted flour

V2 cup shortening

\\ cup cold water

Mash Horowitz-Margareten Gefilte Fish with a fork. Add
horse radish, chives, and salt and pepper to taste. Mix well. Sift
flour and xk teaspoon salt together. Cut in shortening until
pieces are the size of peas. Sprinkle cold water over flour mix-
ture gradually, mixing with a fork until dough forms a ball
when pressed together. Roll out on floured board or pastry cloth
to make a 15 x 10-inch rectangle. Cut in 5-inch squares. Divide
Gefilte Fish mixture in sixths, and put on one half of each square.
Turn other half over to cover, and press edges together with
fork. >Cut small slits in top of each turnover, and bake on cookie
sheet in hot oven, 425° F. for 20 minutes, or until brown. Serve
hot with tomato or mushroom sauce.

BOILED SALT MACKEREL
Soak mackerel over night in

cold water, with the skin side up,

that the salt may be drawn out,

change the water often, and less

time is required. Drain. Place

mackerel in shallow kettle, pour

water over to cover and boil ten

to fifteen minutes or until flesh

separates from the bone. Remove
the platter and pour hot, melted

butter over and serve with hot

potatoes.

They may also be boiled and

served with a White Sauce.

MARINIRTE (PICKLED)
HERRING

Take new Holland herring, re-

move the heads and scales, wash
well, open them and take out the

milch and lay the herring and
milch in milk or water over night.

Next day lay the herring in a

stone jar with alternate layers

of onions cut up, also lemon cut

in slices, a few cloves, whole pep-

pers and a few bay leaves, some

capers and whole mustard seed.

Take the milch and rub it through

a hair sieve, the more of them
you have the better for the sauce;

stir in a spoon of brown sugar

and vinegar and pour it over the

herring.

SALT HERRING
Soak salt herring over night in

cold water, that the salt may be

drawn out. Drain and serve with

boiled potatoes, or bone and place

in kettle of cold water, let come
to a boil and let simmer a few
minutes until tender, drain and
pour melted butter over them
and serve hot with boiled or

fried potatoes.

ings? Would it be advisable to

introduce stained glass windows,

and should there be a piece of

sculpture on the f?cade, or above

the main entrance?

And if artists were to be com-

missioned, who should select

them, and on what basis? The

easiest solution was to let the

architect do the choosing—and

the most dangerous. For a man
may be an excellent architect,

without being authority on con-

temporary painting and sculp-

ture, or his preferences might

be diametrically opposed to those

of his clients. I, for one, believe,

that any room, whether public

or private, should mirror the

taste of those who occupy it,

rather than that, of outsiders,

however educated and enlighten-

ed they be. It should, however,

mirror the taste of the most ad-

vanced member of the family

unit, or civic group. A rabbi, for

instance, would do well if he

were to consult with those mem-
bers of his congregation who, on

account of their special educa-

tion, or wide experiences, do not,

merely "know what they like"

but also have made efforts to

like what is known. Everybody

will admit that it takes years to

develop an ear for the subtleties

and intricacies of music, yet few

people are willing to concede that

the importance and significance

of a work of the visual arts can

not be probed by an untrained

eye in a fraction of a minute,

either.

And who shall the artist be?

It would be absurd to suggest

that he has to be a "good" Jew
to do a good job. In fact, he need

not be a Jew at all, as can be

several Gentiie artists for syna-

gogues in Queens (New York),

Springfield, Massechusetts, and

other places. If he happens to

be Jewish, he need not be either

a nationalist or a believer; it

would be nonsensical to equate

excellence in artistic matter with

the patriotism or personal piety

of an artist. What is needed to

produce satisfactory results is

knowledge coupled with crafts-

manship. To achieve more than

a competently executed piece of

art, however, a noble soul must
live in the artist. To quote Mich-

eangelo

:

"True art is made noble and
religious by the mind producing

it. For those who feel it, nothing

makes the soul so religious and
pure as the endeavor to create

something perfect, for God is per-

fection, and whoever strives after

perfection is striving for some-
thing divine."

The very great artist is, of

course, rare, but the divine spark
can be felt even in lesser men,
and it is important, to distinguish

the divinely inspired man from
the commercial artist whether

he makes a portrait, or produces

Works for churches and syna-

gogues. Fortunately, it is not so

difficult to spot the real artist,

for it is he alone who produces

art that is primarily vision, not

photography; re-creation, not im-

itation.

I would like to urge all of those

who plan to adorn a synagogue

a center, a clubroom, and the like

to plan their steps very carefully,

and without haste. For I have

heard too many Jewish leaders

complain that they were not sat-

isfied with what they had got-

ten, that they had been misled

or cheated, that a certain mural

or piece of sculpture had led to

violent dissensions among the

membership almost to the point

of causing an exodus of the dis-

senters, and so forth. It is, of

course, impossible to please ev-

erybody. But it is enough if a

few basic principles are scrupu-

lously observed: A work of art

must be chosen to fit the re-

quirements of a room (it must be

dignified and serene, if to be

placed in a synagogue, but it

should be gay and cheerful if de-

signed to decorate a classroom

for children.)

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DAVEY CROCKETT AND THE JEWS

"Be sure you're right, then go

ahead," "Stand up to the rack,

fodder or no fodder," and other

sayings, which became household

words, were writen by Davy

Crockett in his autobiography in

1833. This book, published in

Philadelphia by Edward L. Carey

and Abraham Hart, became fa-

mous overnight.

The American Jewish Archives

has traced the beginnings of the

literature on Crockett, who was

as popular in his lifetime as he

is today. It was the autobiography

that really made Crockett fa-

mous and drew him to the atten-

tion of the American people. One

of the two men who published

Crockett's book was Abraham

Hart, a brilliant young Jewish

publisher of Philadelphia, who
was then only twenty-three years

of age. He and his partner rea-

lized that the Crockett biography

was "a natural." Whether they

knew that the Crockett work was

ghosted—it was written by Math-

ew St. Clair Clarke, then Secre-

tary of the Senate—is a question

that historians will have to de-

cide.

After the appearance of Crock-

ett's autobiography, the pub-

lishers issued a second volume,

Tour Down East, which described

the Tennessee backwoodsman's

observations as a member of

Congress and his tour to the At-

lantic Seaboard. But Crockett's

popularity had waned, and the

book did not have a good sale.

When the heroic Colonel Crock

ett was shot down under a hail

of bullets by the Mexicans at the

Alamo, Carey and Hart at once

secured Richard Penn Smith to

write a book of Crockett's ad-

ventures in Texas, with the hope

that he would regain his popu-

larity. Smith wrote the book in

several days. It was an immed-

iate success; thousands of copies

were sold.

the Alamo with this heroic fron-

tier hero was A. Wolf. Was Wolf,

a Jew? The American Jewish

Archives has thus far been un-

able to determine the religious

background or origin of Wolf.

In all probability he waf not a

Jew.

Carey and Hart entered the

publishing business in Philadel-

phia in 1829, and the first book

to come from their press was one

of James Fenimore Cooper's

popular novels. Abraham Hart,

like Davy Crockett, began his

career at the age of thirteen:

one a pioneer publisher; the oth-

er a pioneer frontiersman. Hart

was to become the most promi-

nent Jewish laymen in Phila-

delphia. For many years he was

president of the city's historic

synagogue Mikveh Israel, one of

the oldest congregations in the

United States. Edward L. Carey

was the son of the outstanding

Catholic layman and publisher,

Mathew Carey.

After the death of Edward L.

Carey in 1845, Abraham Hart

continued in the book publishing

business in his own name. As a

result of a fire, which destroyed

the publishing house, all of the

correspondence was lost. It is

not known what hidden nuggets

relating to the life of Crockett

may have gone up in smoke. The

books of the first Jewish Publi-

cation Society which Hart had

helped organize in 1845 were

also destroyed in that fire.

The American Jewish Ar-

chives, which is located on the

campus of the Hebrew Union

College in Cincinnati, is not only

a research institution but also

houses approximately a quarter

of a million items relating to

the history of the Jews in the

United States. Dr. Jacob R. Mar-

cus serves as the Director.

Our Responsibility A s Jews

What does each one of us as an individual look forward to as

our life's objective?

Answers would vary. In the case of the eligible young wom-
an, it might be a happy marriage, and children. For the young
man, it could be a career, and wealth. The older men and
women might think in terms of the respect of their neighbors.

In all probability the one wish that would be common to all

answers would be that for security.

The hope for security in this day and age of the atom bomb
is of course, perfectly understandable. Who would have thought,
after World War 1, that within another generation we would
be embroiled in another war to end all wars? When our sons

emerged from World War II, we were certain that the era of

security was at long last here. And now—who knows?
Even those who aspire to a happy marriage, wealth, or esteem,

perhaps without realizing it are in reality seeking a pathway
to security. For money, happiness or respect per se have value

only as they provide us with the things we want, to enjoy life.

Security—the dictionary defines it as "a feeling of safety,

whether founded on fact or delusion; freedom from fear or

apprehension",—but in actuality, the opportunity to live in

good health, without financial worries and an assurance of
declining years spent in comfort; this is not alone the goal

of us as Jews, but of all mankind. The path to security, how-
ever, is a bit thornier for a minority people such as we Jews
are, than it is for the remainder of the world. In this search,

we as Jews have definite responsibilities.

It has been our privilege during the past dozen or so years,

to have visited many communities, both large and small. It has

been our general observation that the situation found in each

such community with respect to the position of the Jews, is

always a direct reflection on how the Jews have conducted
themselves.

One of the most frequently advanced reasons for anti-Semi-

tism is that Jews are clannish—that they hide themselves in their

shells. Whether that is a fair diagnosis or not it is difficult to

say. It is probably true in some instances, but, as with most
generalities, it does not mean too much. Where it is true, it is

most probably evidence of a defense mechanism. But it should

NOT be true.

Jews are people—citizens—Americans—just as are their

neighbors. As such, they are entitled to the same recognition

and compensations. At the same time, they have equal responsi-

bilities. Many of them have the qualifications to make contribu-

tions to local government—to chambers of commerce—to mer-
chants associations—to civic clubs. In many communiities in our

area they have been making those contributions. We have Jew-
ish mayors, council members, judgeships, chamber of commerce
presidents, civic club leaders, etc. In many communities active

participation in Junior Chambers of Commerce has been re-

warded by having Jews designated with the coveted honor of

"Man of the Year". It will be invariably found that in such com-
'munities the position of the Jew is comfortable. And conver-

sely, where their obligations as citizens and people are not

being met, their lot is not as pleasant.

From the standpoint of interest in Jewish affairs, there is

little to criticise in our area. Of course, this may be disputed by
some organization leaders who complain that they cannot
arouse sufficient participation in their activities. These leaders,

in their zeal, sometimes are a bit unreasonable. It is hardly to be

expected that we who have the daily task of making a living

can make a career of any endeavor, no matter how worthy.
But, by and large we are fulfilling our responsibilities in Jew-
ish affairs. It has been most interesting to note the establishment

of new synagogues in several of the really small communities,
and the bulding of new houses of worship in others. It is most
informative for those who are despairing of the future of

American Jewry, to follow the endeavors of those who have
assumed the responsibilities for these moves. Nothing but the

highest of praise should go to the leaders and members of these

enterprising communities.

The interest and support which our now nationally famous
Circuit Riding Rabbi Harold Friedman has received is another
manifestation of our devotion to Jewish affairs. And in the same
sense, the ever increasing interest in such undertakings as the

B'nai B'rith Institutes of Judaism is most heart-warming. A
record breaking capacity attendance at Wildacres last summer
is a fine example. But this is not enough.

Many Jews take a rather short-sighted view of their extra-

curricular activities. They feel that if they are active in their

synagogue—in their local charity federation—their B'nai B'rith

lodge—Hadassah, or if they buy Israel Bonds, they are doing

all that should be expected of them. This is not the fact. Activi-

ty in Jewish affairs is of course, most commendable—but it

shouldn't be the all. They are people as well as being Jews.. Of
this, they seem to lose sight.

During the year just passed we Jews celebrated the American
Jewish Tercentenary—the three hundredth anniversary of the

coming of 23 Jews to American shores in what is now New
York City. Much was done, said and written during this celebra-

tion. Names of Jews who throughout the 300 year period had

made important contributions to our American civilization

were honored and toasted. But the real lesson of the celebration

was not sufficiently emphasized. This lesson is that we have just

made a beginning. The years ahead will call for more Einsteins

and Salks. From where are they to come? If history is any guide,

they will come from our own small Jewish communities.. Thev

will be your sons and daughters, our grandsons and grand

daughters. They will come from the local schools and colleges.

But—they must be brought out and encouraged largely by our

example. It is up to us to show them the way to leadership.

We are facing—and will for some time to come—a difficult

and tense situation in world affairs. No one can predict the

outcome of these present world tensions. Whatever betides,

there is much to be done in many fields. We must be a part of

those that do—who help to meet and solve the many problems

that lie ahead.

So, let us forget our clannishness or our lethargy. Let us vol-

unteer to do what there is to be done. Let us accept to the fullest

our responsibilities as Jews.

A recent column on goodies

has brought a request for addi-

tional recipes of the same nature.

Here are several more.

PUMPKIN PIE

Press through a sieve one pint

of stewed pumpkin, add four

eggs and a scant cup of sugar.

Beat yolks and sugar together

until very thick and add one pint

of milk to the beaten eggs. Then

add the pressed pumpkin, one-

half teaspoon of cinnamon, less

than one-half teaspoon of mace
and grated nutmeg. Stir the stiff-

ly-beaten whites in last. Bake in

a very rich crust without cover.

GRAPE PIE
Squeeze out the pulps and put

them in one vessel, the skins into

another. Then simmer the pulp

a litle and press it through a

colander to separate the seeds.

Then put the skins and pulps

together and they are ready for

the pies.

HUCKLEBERRY PIE
Line a pie-plat with rich pas-

try. Pick, clean and wash one

pine of huckleberries, drain and
lay them thickly on the crust.

Sprinkle thickly with sugar, light-

ly with cinnamon, and drop bits

of buter over the top. Bake a

nice even brown.

PEACH CREAM TARTS
One cup of butter, and a little

alt; cut through just enough
flour to thoroughly mix, a cup
of ice-water, one whole egg, and
the yolks of two eggs mixed with

a tablespoon of brown sugar. Add
to the flour in which you have

previously sifted two teaspoons

of baking-powder. Handle the

dough as little as possible in mix-

ing. Bake in round rings in a hot

oven until a light brown. When

baked, sift pulverized sugar over

the top and fill the hollow centre

with a compote of peaches. Heap
whipped cream or ice-cream on

top of each one, the latter being

preferable.

MOCK CHERRY PIE

Cover the bottom of pie-plate

with rich crust; reserve enough

for upper crust. For filling use

two cups of cranberries, cut in

halves; one cup of raisins, cut in

pieces; two cups of sugar, butter

the size of walnut. Dredge with

flour, sprinkle with water. Bake

thirty minutes in a moderate

oven.

PEACH CREAM PIE

Line a pie-plate with a rich

crust and bake, then fill with a

layer of sweetened grated peach-

es which have had a few pound-

ed peach kernels added to them.

Whip one cup of rich cream,

sweeten and flavor and spread

over the peaches. Set in ice-chest

until wanted.

GINGER WAFERS
Take one cup of butter, one

cup of sugar, one cup of molass-

es, half a cup of gold coffee, with

two teaspoons of soda, one tea-

spoon of ginger, and flour enough
to make a dough stiff enough
to roll out thin. Shape with cut-

ter and bake in quick oven.

ANISE ZWIEBACK
Take the yolks of five eggs,

one-half pound of sugar, one
tablespoon of water, vanilla, one-

half pound of flour, one teaspoon

of baking-powder, one-half of

five cents worth anise seeds, and
the beaten whites of the eggs.

Buter square tins and bake.

When cooled cut in strips one
inch wide and toast on both sides.

RABBI MAMA
The question : Would I be hap-

py at the feet of a lady rabbi in

a temple? The question comes by

way of the Central Conference of

American Rabbis (Reform). On
the recent convention of these

rabbis it came up through a pro-

posal that Reform approve the

ALFRED SEGAL

ordination of women as rabbis.

(I believe it was offered by Rabbi

Barnett Brickner of Cleveland.

)

The rabbis, it seems, weren't

quite ready to say yes or to say

no as to whether ladies should be

taken into their holy profession.

So decision was postponed for

consideration at a later meeting.

I thought maybe the rabbis

might care to hear from a layman
on this, since, after all, laymen
(are the principal consumers of

irabb's, you might say, and that

layman shall be me.

Well, I remember mama and,

really, I must say I haven't as

yet met or heard of a rabbi more
excellent than my mama was in

lour household. Yes, mama was
the rabbi in our house, and what
more sacred altar?

She showed us the way to go,

and certainly, isn't that the main
function of a rabbi? She didn't

preach exactly, but she told us;

told us what was right and what
was wrong; she did this between
jcooking and scrubbing the kit-

chen floor and making the beds
and washing the dishes and keep,
ing the house in order generally;

to say nothing of the help she
;gave the washerwoman who came
jto our house every Monday.

I can't think of any male rabbi

who influenced my life nearly so

much as Rabbi Mama did. A rab-

bi is a guy preaching from high

up on a pulpit; he's never in the

kitchen. He's so far off, preach-

ing on what to do about the

whole world; not at all like the

unordained rabbi who was ma-
ma and who spoke to me with

words I could understand. (You
know, there have been times

when I just can't make out every-

thing a rabbi up in a pulpit

hands down.)

I never disputed Rabbi Mama's
judgment; though I must confess

that even in the holiest hours I

have found myself arguing silent-

ly with rabbis up in pulpits. Ma-

ma always was so right. She was

the first rabbi I ever met. Her
teaching was always very Jewish.

It had to do with the way a boy

like me should behave toward

other people, with the duty nev-

er to tell a lie, with the meaning

of our holidays to the ways of

my own life.

Her altar was fragrant with

the incense of her cooking for

the holidays and the Sabbath, too.

She told me Rosh Hashanah did-

n't mean a thing to me unless I

m2de up my mind to be a better

boy in the New Year; that Purim

was a day in which to think of

the rights of other people, since

it was a holiday that celebrated

a victory for the rights of Jew-

ish people; that Pesach was a

time to renew our appreciation

at being free.

That was Rabbi Mama for you,

and, though I have forgotten the

sermons of regular, ordained rab-

bis, I keep on reverently remem-

bering mama's teachings. They

have become of the essence of my
living. She was cheif rabbi of our

house.

But none of this should be tak-

en to mean that I an in favor of

setting women up to be rabbis

in pulpits. I am really not sure

of that being a good idea. I say

maybe it would be much better

for mamas to keep on being rab-

bis only in their own households.

Her kids are congregation enough

for mama, I guess. By serving in

the rabbinate of her own family,

she can be almost sure of raising

some fine people for Judaism.

She couldn't be that sure of

success in a temple pulpit, Were

she an ordained rabbi, she would

find most of the congregation

were far away from her. The
people she would like to preach

to would be busy with their busi-

ness affairs on the Sabbath, or,

maybe, out at the golf course.

They aren't in temple. She would

be a frustrated rabbi; better that

she stay home as rabbi among her

own children.

i am not unaware of one great

lady who stood high on an altar

so to speak. Her name was Debo-

rah, a prophetess in Israel, as the

Book of Judges tells us . . . "I,

Deborah, arose as mother in Is-

rael," she sang. "Deborah, a pro-

phetess, wife of Lapidoth, she

judged Israel at that time."

And I think of Emma Lazarus

whose very rabbinical utterance

stands forever in poetry and in

bronze on the Statue of Liberty . .

"Give me your tired, your poor,

your huddled masses yearning to

breathe free . . . the wretched

refuse of your teeming shore."

Deborah and Emma Lazarus

were noble spokeswomen in the

sis .erhood, but still I prefer the

rabbinate of mama at home—my
mama and yours, that is. Yes,

informally, long, long ago, she

was really ordained in Chapter 31

of our Boo kof Proverbs. The
words of ordination: "A woman
of valor . . . Her price is far above

rubies. The heart of her husband

doth safely trust in her . . . She

will do him good and not evil all

the days of his life . . . She seek-

eth wool and flax, and worketh

willingly with her hands . . . She

ariseth while it is yet night and

giveth meat to her household.

"She girdeth her loins with

strength, and strengtheneth her

arms . . . She layeth her hands

to the spindle and her hands hold

the distaff . . . She stretched out

her hand to the poor; yea, she

reacheth forth her hands to the

needy.

"She is not afraid of the snow
for her household; for all her

household are clothed with scarlet

. . . She maketh fine linen . . .

Strength and honor are her cloth-

ing and she shall rejoice in the

time to come . . . She openeth her
mouth with wisdom and her
tongue is the law of kindness.

"She looketh well to the ways
of her household, and eateth not

the bread of idleness. Her child-

ren rise up and call her blessed;

her husband also, and he praiseth

her . . . Favour is deceitful and
beauty is vain, but a woman that

feareth the Lord, she shall be

praised . . . Give her the fruit

of her hands, and let her own
works praise her in the gates."

That's mama for you and may
she continue forever to be rabbi

in her own household, with her

own children as the congregation.

Mama high up in a pulpit? Naw!
She can do so much better in

her own living room.

The Feast Of Lights

The festival of Chanukah is known variously as the Feast of

Lights or the Feast of Dedication. The lights, of course, refer

to the eight candle candelabra, and the ceremony of the kindl-

ing through the eight days of the event. The dedication reference

is to the literal translation, Chanukah being the Hebrew equiva-

lent of the word dedication.

Strangely enough, this festival is not referred to in the Bible.

It does appear in the Apocrypha, a group of events that might

be described as legendary, rather than factual. However, there

is ample evidnce that the occasion which is celebrated is not

merely a legend.

While it is a military victory that is celebrated with the ob-

servance of Chanukah, it has its spiritual aspect as well. Else-

where in this issue of the Times-Outlook is an article which

illustrates that.

The name Maccabee, with which this military victory is associ-

ated, is not really a family name, but rather a descriptive phras-

used to desiginate one Mattathias, and his sons, notably Judah,

who were instrumental in conquering the Greco-Syrian king,

Antiochus Epipahnes and his cohorts. The word Maccabee act-

ually is derived from the Hebrew -makkevetb, which means

"hammer", the reference being to the strength of the attack

which yielded the victory.

Chanukah is one of our more pleasant holidays, and it is

one in which the children particularly like to celebrate. Coming
as it invariably does, close to the Christian celebration of Christ-

mas, it has acquired an additional characteristic—that of ex-

changing gifts—which is another reason for its popularity with

the youngsters. However, the entire family pays tribute to

those brave ancestors of ours who fought so valiantly that we
could survive.

Dissension In Rabbinical Ranks

From all present indications, it might be desirable for the
rabbis of this country to hold a Geneva conference of their
own. Developments in connection with divisiveness among the
Reform rabbis, together with rumors of trouble in another, all-

over rabbinical group, point to the fact that the rabbis are

following the pattern of other Jewish organizations in not
seeing eye-to-eye. ?

The establishment of The Academy of Liberal Judaism in

New York City, under the combined aegis of Rabbi Louis I.

Newman, Jacob Manheimer and Ira Frank, came about through
the insistence of a group that ordination for Reform rabbis

be made available in New York City, rather than the New York
Cincinnati combination. Proponents of this argue that the
.present set-up of the Hebrew Union College—Jewish Institute

of Religion is cumbersome and works a hardship on candidates
for Reform semicha. It is stated however, that there is no inten-

tion of taking financial support away from the HUC-JIR,
and a compromise has been proposed for the rehabilitation of
the JIR in New York City as a solution. It has been suggested
that if this plan could be worked out, the Academy would be

willing to merge with the JIR.

Under the present system, Reform rabbinical students begin

their indoctrination in New York, using the facilities provided

there by the HUC-JIR. They then have to go to Cincinnati for

the inter-mediate period, returning to New York for the in-

struction leading to ordination. It is pointed out that this method
imposes hardship on students, particularly those with families,

and further, that many of the students have opportunities for

profitable utilization of their time and services that are inter-

fered with by the constant changing of residence.

Not everyone sees disadvantage in the establishment of

another Reform rabbinical organization. Some seem to feel that

the competition of another such school would be beneficial.

The majority of those concerned, however, would rather see

unification and harmony.

The rumblings with the other rabbinical group have thus

far been kept quiet. It is understood that the conflict there is

between the Reform and Conservative group on one hand, and

the Orthodox rabbis on the other. Unless some way out of this

particular dilemma is found, the breach will be far more serious

than in the field of Reform.

Differences of opinion in themselves are not necessarily si-

ways detrimental; as a matter of fact, they have frequently

led to improvement. Our only hope in the present situation is

that good, and not evil will come from the ultimate solutions.

A Matter of the Individual

Invariably, when anti-Semitism is being discussed, a distinc-

tion is made between the organized variety and what might
be called, for lack of other better identification, "casual" bigo-

try. For example, the situation that continues in so many of our

public schools throughout the country where religion is bein^

injected despite constitutional ban, the argument is frequently

advanced that if the school teachers were properly indoctrinated

many of the situations that cause complaint would not arise.

In our opinion, this is not entirely true. We firmly believe

that much of the damage is being done by misguided individu-

als who, in their zeal to "save souls", transcend any instruc-

tions they may have received, Teachers, after all, in addition

to their official capacity, are also individuals. Many of them

are undoubtedly religious to the point where they feel called

upon to convert. Much of the trouble is caused by their casna

comments in class-room that embarass Jewish children, rather

than hymn singing or New Testament reading in assembly.

Jonathan Horwitz —
and the First

American Hebrew Bible

The title "People of the Book"

carries with it a responsibility

and obligation. The "Book of

Books" had to be studied, cher-

ished and made available by its

Jewish creators. For about two

billennia the Torah had been

transcribed by hand and carried

over land and sea to countries

far and near.

To no other people did Gutten.

burg"s invention in 1450 bring

a greater boon. Almost immed-
iately Hebrew presses were set

up in Italy. Soncino's Hebrew
type has never been surpassed

for beauty. The printing of He-

brew books followed in Spain,

Portugal, Turkey, Holland, Ger-

many, and by the 18th century,

Amsterdam had become a center

for Jewish publications. Here
Van der Hooght's Hebrew Bible

with its Latin introduction was
printed; it enjoyed a large cir-

culation among Christian schol-

ars.

In 1812 Jonathan Horwitz ar-

rived in New York. From Am-
sterdam he brought along He-
brew type together with his man-
uscript of a Hebrew grammar
almost completed. Rumors had
reached the Amsterdam publish-
ers of a good market for the
Scriptures in Hebrew in the grow-
ing young republic. Institutions

of higher learning, especially in

Puritan New England, had been
teaching Hebrew for about a cen-
tury. Clergymen and lay scholars
were prospective purchasers.
The Rev. Dr. James P. Wilson

in his introduction to a reprint
of Parkhurst's Hebrew Grammar
informed the public: "Mr. Hor-
witz, a learned foreigner now in

America, permits me to say that
he has also an English-Hebrew
grammar; which is nearly ready

for the press. The highest ex-

pectations may be entertained by

the critical Hebrew scholar, from

his uncommon proficiency in

oriental learning."

Before venturing on a gram-

mar, Horwitz thought it feasible

to utilize his type for a Bible.

This would be sure fire hit for

no one in America had yet. print-

ed Holy Writ in Hebrew. He
traveled throughout New Eng-

land soliciting subscribers, and

met with some success. Harvard

College and Andover Theological

Institution ordered 40 copies

each. While in the midst of his

efforts, he read in New York's

Commercial Advertiser that the

publishers Whiting and Watson
were preparing an American
edition of Van der Hooght's He-
brew Bible. This was disconcert-

ing for the Reverend Doctors S.

M. Mathews and J. M. Mason
would supervise and direct the

publication. These profesors at

theological seminaries had access

to learned institutions and were
influential with educated circles.

Moreover two similar publica-

tions were in the offing; one by
a misionary society and another
by Benjamin Boothroyd. Besides,

the second war with Britain made
it difficult, if not impossible, to

obtain suitable paper for a two-

volume de luxe edition.

It is therefore not surprising

that Horwitz became discouraged.

A recent arrival and alone, he

felt too weak financially for the

undertaking. It would seem like-

ly that he would seek a Jewish

partner. But the expensive kind

of Bible he projected had little

prospect of sale among Jews;

they no doubt had an abundance

of t.anachs and prayer books

brought over from Europe. Be-

sides the synagogues had no dif-

ficulty importing the handwrit-

ten scrolls, or the religious liter-

ature chat was printed extensive-

ly in the German ghettos, in

Amsterdam, and even by the

presses of Warsaw, Prague, Wil-

na, and Cracow.
vet Horwitz was determined

to see his project through. He
sold his Hebrew type to the print-

er William Fry and the list of

subscriptions to Thomas Dobson,

a book dealer. Both operated in

Philadelphia, so the printing went
thru without a hitch. Its publi-

cation was announced in the

Philadelphia, so the printing went
of 1813 and by 1814 the first

complete Hebrew Bible in the

U. S. A. was issued. Horwitz
possibly worked in the printing

shop; certainly he planned the

format, proofread and corrected

the galleys. In a letter to Rev.

John Wright, author of Early

American Bibles, the eminent
Philadelphian, Rabbi Sabato Mo-
Morais of Mikveh Israel stated:

"The edition is good, and I think

as correct as others. The margi-
nal annotations are helpful and
copious."

While working in the printing

shop, Horwitz was studying in

the medical school of the Univer-

sity of Pennsylvania and com-
pleted the required two year med-
ical course. On presenting his

thesis on colic, the University

conferred upon him the degree
of M. D. in 1815. Dr. Horwitz

then married Miss Debbie An-

drews, daughter of Joseph An-

drews, formerly a shochet in New
York. He settled in Baltimore,

and the City Directory lists his

name each year from 1827 to

1852, but he still maintained re-

What the festival asserts is not

ie right of every man to "be

imself" and do as he pleases

The condition of independence

is consecration and its hallmark

is devotion.

Another thing that the festival

of Chanukah teaches is the value

of the few against the many,
of the weak against the strong,

of passion against indifference,

of the single unpopular voice

against the thunder of public

opinion.

The struggle which Chanukah
commemorates was the struggle

of a small band, not of a whole

people. It was a struggle fought

in the wilderness and in the hills;

and its symbol is appropriately

a small light kindled when the

shadows fall.

The festival which Judah the

Maccabee and his followers ob-

served on those memorable days

was not, as again is so often sup-

posed, a festival of victory and
liberation, for they were not so

naive as to imagine that a few
successes in guerilla warfare,

however sensational and spectac-

ular they may have been, had
automatically restored the inde-

pendence of the Jews or finally

resolved the political issues at

stake.

The purpose of their celebra-

tion was simply and solely to re-

dedicate the House of God, and
in order to dramatize the occa-
sion and to invest it with becom-
ing dignity, they made a point
of repeating exactly the same
ceremonies as had marked its

original dedication at the time
of Nehemiah. That event had
taken place at the Feast of Booths
(Nehemiah 8:13-18).

Accordingly, although the lat-

ter festival actually fell nearly

three months earlier, its tradi-

tional ritual was adopted as a

precedent. The ceremonies were

made to last eight days, corre-

sponding to the seven Days of

Booths and the succeeding Day
of Solemn Assembly; and, inap-

propriate though it was to the

season of the year, throughout

that period a steady stream of

"pilgrims" wound its way to the

shrine, bearing the wreathed

wands and palm branches (lu-

lavs) characteristic of Booths

and intoning psalms customarily

recited on that occasion.

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PLAIN TALK

My stepbrother, Mr. Edward

Schiff (we are friends, neverthe-

less and we live in the same

apartment house ) brings to me a

recent Look Magazine. Look was

listing the 100 most important

people in the world, with their

pictures.

What interested Ed Schiff par-

ticularly was that seven of these

100 most important are Jews.

That is to say, 7 per cent of 100,

which is certainly quite a percent-

age, considering that Jews are an

infinite small part—less than 1

per cent of the population of

the world. Of course Look wasn't

listing them as Jews but as im-

portant human beings.

Their names : Ben-Gurion,

Mendes France, Sulzberger, pub-

lisher of The New York Times;

Sarnoff of RCA; Teller, physicist;

Buber, Israeli theologian; Dr.

Salk. (There were two or three

other important ones in the list

who may be Jews.)

It was really good fun to take

them all aside—non-Jews as well

as Jews among the 100—and

measure them in my own living

room to make sure that they are

in fact as important as Look said.

I could find little fault in Look's

judgment, though I have my own
idea on how a Jew can rise to

importance.

Of course, we can't all be im-

portant statesmen like Ben Gur-

ion or Mendes France, or journa-

lists like Sulzberger, yet, as I see

it, there are other ways of rising

to high importance among us, in

our lives as Jews. This is written

to correct, somehow, the prevail-

ing motion what is an important

Jew.

Long, long ago, in this column,

I was laughing at the sorry fact

that in many a community men
are raised high to importance

only because they have been suc-

cessful in business. I recall, in

particularly, a certain Jewish

gentleman who before the 1929

collapse was a big operator in a

city out west. It was reported of

him that he had gathered millions

in the stock market. So he be-

came much in demand in the af-

fairs of Jewish life . . . chairman
of this Jewish cause and that.

He was in everything of Jewish
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life, you might say—the most

important man in the community.

This is not to say that he

wasn't a man of fine merits, be-

yond his success in the stock

market; but not until it became
known how well he was doing in

the stock market was he appreci-

ated and accepted as an import-

ant man. Now he sat at all the

speakers' tables.

Then 1929, October, the big

crash and it became known far

and wide that he had gone practi-

cally broke in stocks. From then

on he was no longer the most
important man in Jewish life;

no longer chairman of this and
that in Jewish affairs. A forgot-

ten men . . . though really the

same fine idealistic fellow he had
been when the market was boom-
ing.

What I mean to suggest is that

it is about time to revise popular

ideas on what an important Jew
is. As one already quite far along

in ripe years I have come to

some philosophy on what being

important really means . . .

whether in Jewish life or out-

side of it.

You see, my idea of an im-

portant Jew has to do altogether

with the way a Jew lives as Jew
... the way Joe, Sam, Dave or

Mose, conducts his life as a Jew
... in the going and coming.
Joe, Sam, Dave and Mose are

guys who never see their names
in the papers, never invited to

sit high at the speaker's tables

of Jewish affairs, never can af-

ford the fame that big donors
purchase for themselves; never
get to be chairmen.

But they are important; they

rave raised themselves high in

Jewish life by the power of char-

acter which derives from Jewish

teaching; they know the obliga-

tion of a Jew in the world: The
duty of a Jew so to live his life

that nothing of his behavior shall

reflect on the community of

Jews.

He lives that way not alone

for the sake of the community
but also for self-respect as a

member of the human family. He
lives by Torah, which instructs

him in many ways on how to be

a worthy human being. And he

lives by the teachings of the

prophets, which tell him plenty

along that line.

He is the most important of

Jews because he helps to carry

the load of being Jewish . . . Joe,

Sam, Dave, Mose, et al . . . He
knows his responsibility, knows
he's not a separate guy in the

world functioning on his own,

and to hell with the rest of us.

From all this you may gather

that we can all be important

people in the Jewish community,
even though we don't ever get

our pictures printed. We are im-

portant without being prominent.

And what if a man doesn't hit

it big in business, or isn't ever

elected chairman of a board, but

remains just Joe, Sam, Dave or

Mose, whose importance is meas-
ured by the kind of Jew he is.

I hope this definition of im-

portance may serve to make some
difference in Jewish communities
in which the most important are

considered to be those who are

the biggest operators.

Maybe some day we'll be hear,

ing of some Joe being elevated

to prominence as an important

man in his community . . . Joe
who never became rich . . . Joe,
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^ho, nevertheless, has done a

ood job bringing up a good fami-

ly
. . . Joe, who, in all his doings

las always thought of the good

tame of the community as well

s his own good name, in accord-

nce with the teaching . . . May-

•e Joe isn't often in schul for

he services, but he is an honor

o God, anyway. An important

ewish man.

And I do hope that out in the

western community they will

bring back to prominence the

good man who was important

even before the stock market

enriched him in the 20's and re-

mained important as a fine char-

acter even after he went broke.

And please excuse Segal if

this column sounds like a ser-

mon.

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DEATH OF A COMMUNITY
By Isaac Schwarzbart

The story of the dissolution of

any community—large or small

—is often a sad one. This feeling

is intensified when a community
disintegrates as a result of irre-

sistible social or economic pres-

sures or conditions.

This, in brief, is the story of

the dwindling Jewish communi-

ty in China—a community whose

total liquidation is in sight. There

were only 679 Jews left in China

by the end of June, 1955; 319 in

Harbin, 230 in Shanghai, and 130

in Tientsin and elsewhere. Of

this group, 150 were hard-core

cases; 369 held Israel visas; and

60, the visas of other countries.

Of the 150 "hard-core" cases,

48 are awaiting transportation

o the Malben settlements in Is-

rael or to European homes.

But figures do not tell the

story of pride and heartbreak of

a community struggling manful-

ly against heavy odds to preserve

its traditions and a semblance

of communal life. Figures do not

tell the story cf how Shanghai s

Jews sought to maintain Jewish-

sponsored classes in education,

or religious services, which were

finally transferred to a Shelter

House.

The Shanghai Jews had to

bear the blow of seeing its syna-

gogue disbanded. They could de-

rive comfort only from the fact

the Torah scrolls and religious

books which they had used in

synagogue were prepared for

shipment to Israel—as a gift. It

is touching to observe the last

gasps of the Shanghai Jewish

community seeking to preserve

some shreds of culture and unity.

This spirit of unity and cul-

ture they sought to shore up in

Richmond Potato Chip Co.

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HUCKLEBERRY DUMPLINGS
Take a loaf of stale bread; cut

off the crust and soak in cold

water, then squeeze dry. Beat

three eggs light, yolks and whites

together, add one quart berries

and mix all together with a little

brown sugar and a pinch of salt.

Boil steadily one hour, serve with

hard sauce.

PLUM KNOEDEL (Hungarian)

Boil several potatoes, mash,

mix with one egg yolk, a little

salt and enough flour to make
a dough soft enough to hold the

impress of the finger. Roll out

and cut into four-cornered pieces;

in each square place a German
plum which has had the pits re-

moved and a mixture of sugar

and cinnamon; put in in place of

the pit. Roll each square into a

round dumpling; put these into

a pan with boiling salted water
and let them cook covered for

six or eight minutes. When done,

serve with some bread crumbs
browned in butter or schmalz and
spread over the knoedel.

PEAR DUMPLING
(Birne Kloesse)

Take half a loaf of white bread
or as much stale white bread,

soak the white part and grate

the crust, add one cup of suet

chopped very fine, one cup of

flour, one egg, salt and spices

to taste, and one-half teaspoon
of baking-powder. Make this into

a dumpling, put it on a tiny plate

in a large kettle. Lay prunes and
pears around, about a pound of

each, one cup of brown sugar,

two pieces of stick cinnamon,
dash of claret and cold water to

almost cover; then cover kettle

tightly and boil four hours. Serve
hot.

Prunes and dried apples may
be used as well.

PRUNE SOUFFLE

Remove the pits from a large

cup of stewed prunes and chop

fine. Add the whites of three

eggs and a half cup of sugar

_ beaten to a stiff froth. Mix well,

turn into a butered dish and

bake thirty minutes in a moderate

oven. Serve with whipped cream.

If it is desired to cook this in

individual cups, butter the cups,

fill only two-thirds full, to allow

for puffing up of the eggs, and

set the cups in a pan of water

to bake. Some like a dash of

cinnamon in this.

SWEET ENTREE OF
RIPE PEACHES

Take large, solid peaches, pour

boiling water over them so that

the skin may be removed smooth,

ly. Have ready thick syrup made
of sugar and water. When boil-

ing hot. add peaches and boil

about five minutes remove and

place in ice chest. When ready

to serve have a sweet cracker

on dish, place peach on same
and pour over this a raspberry

jelly slightly thinned and cover

all with salted almonds or wal-

nuts. Other fruits may be treated

in like manner.

FILLED BUTTER CAKES
(Dutch Stuffed Monkeys)

Makes a paste by working

three-fourts pounds of buter in-

to one pound of flour, with three-

fourths pound of light brown

sugar, one egg, one teaspoon of

cinnamon, and a pinch of salt.

Next mix one-half pound of

finely chopped citron peel with

one-half pound of ground al-

monds, and three ounces of but-

ter. Then flavor with one-half

teaspoon of vanilla and bind with

the yolks of two eggs.

Roll out the dough and divide

into two parts. Place one-half

on a well-buttered flat pan and

spread the mixture over it and

cover with the other half of the

paste. Brush with beaten egg,

sprinkle with poppy seed and

bake in a moderately quick oven

for one-half hour. When done

let cool and then cut into square

or oblong pieces.

The buter cakes may be made
of one layer of dough sprinkled

with citron and almonds and
some poppy seed.

That is a clear description of

what has happened to The First

National Exchange Bank of Roa-

noke, Virginia.

The wide, new entrances are

all-glass, powered doors, that

open automatically at a touch.

The ceiling is all light, consid-

er as one fixture. It gives the

entire main banking floor an

adequate, even, almost shadow-

less illumination as well as acting

as a diffusion agent for sound

and air conditioning.

Th emost unusual feature of

the bank is the carpet. Instead of

the usual marble, the main floor

is covered wall to wall with 8,100

square feet of soft carpeting.

Death of a Community
Concluded From Page 34

on because of the earnest and
sympathetic backing of the Joint

Distribution Committee and the

Israel Government, whose trade

delegation visited China in Feb-

ruary 1955.

At present, time has also add-

ed its afflictions to the Jewish

community, which impatiently

awaits the opportunity to leave

China—a country in which they

cannot occupy a useful place in

its economy. When exit permits

become available, the Jewish

community of China will have
become a fugitive memory in

that ancient land. The Jewish
Council will, at last, be able to

lay down its heavy burdens and
onerous responsibilities, and dis-

band.

In 1939, the number of Jews
in China was 25,000; in 1946, it

dropped to 16,000; at the end of

1953, only 943 Jews were left.

This number has now dwindled
to 679. These figures, in them-
selves, tell a story filled with

despair, adversity —: but also a

shining, moral courage.

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Herman Cone
A combination of personal characteristics made Herman

Cone an outstanding figure in his era. His untimely passing

at an age that is now considered comparatively young, leaves

a void that will not be readily filled, and to many, a sense of

loss that cannot be measured.
The many facets of his brilliant career are so varied that it

is a difficult task to mention them in any meaningful order. To
those who knew him in a business way he stood out as the guid-

ing head of a vast commercial empire. But it was not alone to

his own immediate enterprise that he made outstanding con-

tribution. He was the sort of man who was willing to give the

benefit of his abilities to his entire industry, to his government

and to his community. He was succesively president of the

North Carolina Cotton Manufacturers' Association, head of

the American Cotton Manufacturers' Association, chairman of

the board of the Cotton Textile Institute, and a director of the

National Association of Manufacturers. During World War II,

he served with the National War Production Board, and in

1947 he was appointed bv the Secretary of War to study posr-

war conditions in Germany.
On the local scene he had been president of the Greensboro

Chamber of Commerce, the Rotary Club, The Greensboro

Community Chest, the General Greene Council of the Bov

Scouts of America, the Moses H. Cone Memorial Hospital, and

a trustee of Temple Emanuel. He had been awarded an honor-

ary degree of Doctor of Textile Science, and was named to the

Joint Civilian Orientation Conference of the United States

Department of Defense. As great as were the demands on his

time and energies in connection with his own textile organ:

zation during trving times he was never hesitant in devoting

that time and those energies to other causes that called for

his help.

But it is Herman Cone, the man, rather than the official,

that he will be best recalled by those with whom he had per-

sonal relationships. You had to pass no serretaries to get to see

him. He would listen sympathetically, and respond out of the

wisdom of his experience. His simplicity and affability will

long be remembered. No just cause failed to elicit his support.

It would be impossible to record his many philanthropies, be-

cause many of them would have been known only to him and
the beneficiary.

His closeness to his employees is exemplified by the fact

that his pall-bearers were all his co-workers. The measure of

a man's greatness can be found in what his associates and
contemporaries say of him. Following are some of the tributes.

Governor of North Carolina, Luther H. Hodges: "It was
my pleasure to have known Herman Cone for 30 or more years

and I consider him one of the outstanding industrialists and
patriotic citizens of North Carolina."

Greensboro's Mayor R. Boyd Morris described the textile

industrialist as "Greensboro's No. i citizen." "Herman Cone
was a great philanthropist and active civic leader," Mayor
Morris said. "He contributed in so many ways to Greensboro's
progress that it is difficult to describe the city's loss."

Herbert G. Bailey, Jr., executive vice president of the

Greensboro Chamber of Commerce, said: "Greensboro has

lost one of her greatest citizens in the death of Herman Cone.
But his name will live permanently in the annals of our city."

W. J. Carter, executive vice president of J. P. Stevens &
Co., said, "No one has contributed more to the textile in-

dustry,"

E. L. Faulconer, a vice president of the Southern Railway
and a former Greensboro city councilman, commented, "He
had a sympathetic understanding of all problems involving

human relations which greatly enhanced his rare ability as an
executive and leader. His success in life is his own best eulogy."

J. Spencer Love, chairman of Burlington Mills' board of
directors, described Mr. Cone as a man "who became a tradi-

tion in his own time. Herman Cone was the finest example of

a good citizen, a good industrialist and a good neighbor and a

friend," Love said. "He has meant much to the city, the state,

and the nation he loved, as well as to the industry of which he

was such an important part. It is difficult to immediately com-
prehend the immensity of our loss in his passing. He was and is

a true and shining example to us all."

Mr. Cone's death was termed "a great loss for all of us," by
Milton H. Zauber, president of the Blue Gem Manufacturing
Co. "I was very much shocked to learn of his death," Zauber
said. "He will be greatly missed in the industry and in the
community. He meant so much to so many of us in so many
phases of life."

A. H. Parker, president of the General Greene Council
of the Boy Scouts of America, paid tribute to Cone as "a true
friend of all the agencies and organizations that go to build
the character of our young people."

Dr. Carey H. Bostian, chancellor of State College, and Dean
Malcolm E. Campbell of State's School of Textiles, joined in
expressuig regret at the news of Cone's death. Dr. Bostian
said: "Herman Cone was for years a very loyal supporter of

North Carolina State College and its Textile Foundation. We
are shocked and grieved to hear of his death."

Mr. Cone, who was a director of the Textile Foundation,
was described as "one of the truly great leaders of America's
textile industry" by Dean Campbell.

"Herman Cone was known for his fair-mindedness as well
as for his friendly willingness to help in all things that he
thought were right," Dean Campbell added. "In his death,
North Carolina has lost a splendid citizen and all of us in tex-

tiles here at State College have lost a valued adviser and a per-

sonal friend."

"The birds are coming back to

Israel." The little old woman,
gnarled and stooped, lifted her

tear-filled eyes when she said

those words - - rays of hope and

promise within them. "It is be-

cause of the trees - - the trees

that B'nai B'rith and the other

organizations are planting in

Israel - - that the birds again

feel welcome and are again sing-

ing."

What little words, yet how
meaningful to a land and to a

people who fight for the every-

day, small necessities of life in

their new land of promise. Joy

over a bird, a plant, a tree, a
seedling - - these emotions will

make the country of Israel en-

dure for the years to come. For
this reason, the great National

Organization known as B'nai

B'rith, "Sons of the Covenant,"

has undertaken to plant trees in

the hillside outside Jerusalem as

part of the great Martyrs' For-

est of 6,000,000 trees in cooper-

ation with the Jewish National

Fund. To commemorate the 500,-

000 known Ben Briths and their

families who died in the Nazi

persecutions, the men and wom-
en comprising the Lodges and

the Chapters of B'nai B'rith

throughout the United States

—

and throughout the world —
have undertaken to plant a tree

per member in their honor.

Along with the planting of

trees, B'nai B'rith will also erect

a Sanctuary in which will be list-

ed the names of all those Ben
Briths known to have perished

as well as the names of the in-

dividual Ben Briths who have

purchased trees through the

B'nai B'rith Martyrs' Forest

Project. Bronze plaques will be

erected in the Sanctuary to com-

memorate the names of those

who have purchased a garden

(100 trees), a g r o v e (1,000

trees), or a forest, (10,000

trees). Even those who have

bought but one tree will have

their names in this holy place on

a scroll which will list for pos-

terity — for history — all those

whose participation will keep

"ever-green" the memories of

the martyred dead.

B'nai B'rith can indeed con-

gratulate itself upon having un-

dertaken this project for, not

only is it one which will keep

alive the memories of those who
gave their lives because they

were Jewish, but because the

tree program is an integral par

of the economic life of the Stat<

of Israel.

Although the debate in Zion-

ist circles for the past few years

on reorientation and changes in

approach and methods has been

discouraging, I favor its continu-

ation. I am not particularly hope-

ful that we shall agree on a set

formula, but at least we must
clarify our thinking on these

vital issues before the next

World Zionist Congress, the only

authoritative body empowered
to take definitive decisions. I

have learned to regard with

scepticism the wording of a res-

olution, yet to treat with utmost
seriousness the method and ap-

proach which precede the draft-

ing of the resolution. If I have
misgivings it is not because of

insufficient faith in debate, but

rather because I fear that it will

not burrow deeply enough and
may wind up in status quo ante.

The task confronting us U
how to evade the fate that has

befallen the majority of great

historic movements that began,

like Zionism, with a revolution-

ary elan. It has happened often

that movements stagnated after

their greatest triump, because

they lost their adaptability to

change.

I do not wish to renew the

discussion of whether or not

there should be a Zionist Organi-

zation. I had the impression that

the debate was closed, that we
were all agreed that in the cre-

ation of the State of Israel only

the beginnings of Zionism were
realized.

Neither men nor movements
can debate with themselves

whether to live or die; one

chooses to live productively or

commit suicide elegantly; one

might terminate life, but does

not suspend it. The problems

Zionism for Today
A Critique and Proposals

confronting us are productive

and creative, whether or not we
succeed in solving them. The
question is how we can make the

Zionist movement perform those

functions that the Zionist move-

ment is expected to, and that,

indeed, must be performed for

the Jewish people and the State

of Israel. I shall not indulge in

eloquence about the destiny of

the Zionist movement. The mad-
men in Germany who believed

that they were building for

eternity, received their due judg-

ment. It is sufficient for a gener-

ation to solve the problems of

its own time. We shall therefore

deal with Zionist problems as

they shape up today and in the

immediate future. Let us divide

them into four categories:

The movement's tasks ; it's re-

lation to the non-Zionist seg-

ment of the Jewish people, so

essential to our effort; whether

the World Zionist Organization

or the Jewish Agency should be

the organizational instrument,

since the Executives of the two

are synonymous in composition;

and the relations between the

movement and the State of

Israel.

This is indeed our problem:

Will we possess the vitality to

adjust ourselves to an entirely

new situation which has re-

sulted, first of all, from the cre-

ation of the State of Israel, and,

secondly, from the transfer to

America of the center of Jewish

life in the Diaspora. Unless we
are able to adjust to these two

events, which have veritably

brought into being a new Jewish

people, we shall be unable to

solve any of our problems. If we
fail, it will not be for lack of

wisdom, but for lack of vitality,

of the ability to forget hide-

bound traditions and to treat

events without mortgaging them
to yesterday's methods.

I am not referring here to an

ideological formula ; formulas

can easily be found by all of us.

A people's movement has to ex-

press things clearly, so that they

do not require definitions.

Thirty years ago it was not

necessary to inquire: What is

a Zionist? It was obvious. We
said, "A Zionist is one who
wants to have a Jewish State,

or to reacquire Eretz Yisrael for

the Jewish people." Opponents

of Zionism said, "The Zionist is

a crackpot;" proponents said,

"the Zionist is a fine Jew." But

there was no need to explain

what a Zionist was. We saw
what the Zionist was doing, and

knew.

The situation in which we find

ourselves today makes it im-

perative that we clarify what a

Zionist is. Zionists collect money
for Eretz Yisrael, but the others

collect too ! It has even been con-

tended by some that the non-

Zionists are better collectors —
collection of moneys is a matter

of quantity. In the political

sphere, Zionists are helping the

State. But the non-Zionists are

also helping the State. We wish

to spread the knowledge of He-

brew, yet there are others who
do more than the Zionists for

the language; there are organi-

zations whose specific task this

is.

Zionism must concentrate on

those portions and aspects of

the Zionist program that the

non-Zionist has not yet accepted.

Approaching the problem in this

way, there are two areas in

Jewish life which require our

utmost effort and concentration.

This does not mean, of course,

that Zionists should abandon or
reduce fund-raising and political

activity. We must continue these

efforts because we are Jews.

However, Zionists, like non-

Zionists, seem to be self-content

and over-confident on issues in-

volving the very survival of the

Jews. Never before in our his-

tory have we so deluded our-

selves about the security of the

Jewish people. The position

seems to be: Nazism has been

liquidated; Israel has been es-

tablished and will grow in

strength; all is right with the

Jewish world.

Yet I do not know any period

in Jewish history comparable to

ours, when the survival — not

necessarily in the physical sense

— of great parts of the Jewish

people was in as grave danger

as it is today. Today's anti-

Semitism is genteel, compared

to that of the Hitler period. Dic-

tators are ostentatious and over-

weening in their friendship for

Jews. I am afraid, however, that

this will change. Meanwhile,

Jews are more or less well off

materially. Yet scores of Jewish

communities have diminished to

such an extent that their small-

ness has changed their charac-

ter so that their survival is un-

certain.

Last year I visited Antwerp
for the first time since the war.

It had once been a great Jewish

center. Antwerp's Jews are pur-

suing Jewish traditions and try-

ing to maintain schools and

synagogues. However, with the

best of intentions, Antwerp's

Jewry, reduced to a few thou-

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Zo the Suburbs

The drift to the suburbs on

the part of American Jews, if we
are to believe reports from au-

thoritative sources, is now be-

coming something of a mass
movement. By the tens of thou-

sands former big-city dwellers

are moving out to the less crowd-

ed places that are not too far

from the metropolitan centers.

There in the suburbs they ac-

quire one-family houses sur-

rounded by a plot of land, with a
lawn and some trees. Being
mostly young parents from the

middle income group, these su-

burban dwellers feel that in

their new locations they can get

better schooling and recreation-

al facilities for their children

and more space for themselves.

The drift of American Jews
to the suburbs is part of the gen-

eral American drift in this di-

rection. This is the first thing

to be borne in mind in attempt-

ing to assess the significance of

this trend for the future devel-

opment of American Jewry. The
Jewish suburban settlement is

primarily the result of the gen-

eral prosperity and the higher

standard of living which Amer-
ica has been enjoying since

World War II. A very large per-

centage of people, Gentiles as

well as Jews, now have incomes

sufficiently high to enable them
to indulge in suburban living,

to meet the mortgage and other

payments incidental to owning
one's own home, the expense of

paying for and running an au-

tomobile, and so on.

The drift to the suburbs is a

middle - income, middle class
movement, not at all a move-
ment of city workers who move
to the country to become farm-

ers or part-farmers. As such, it

does not signify a change from
urban to rural psychology on

the part of the new suburban-

ites, even though their private-

ly-owned homes may be sur-

rounded by a lawn, some trees

and perhaps also a substantial

garden, if there is space enough
and the land isn't too expensive.

The new suburbanite, who in

most cases is a commuter to the

metropolis, is linked to the big

city by all sorts of ties. Furth-

ermore, his own suburb is more
likely than not to have a popu-

lation large enough to take on

the character of a city rather

than a village.

If we bear these things in

mind, the significance of the

present-day American Jewish

drift to the suburbs is not as

revolutionary, insofar as Ameri-

can Jewish life is concerned, as

some people make it out to be.

It has its importance, no doubt,

but it represents an evolution-

ary development in American

Jewish life rather than a com-

plete break with the past. It does

not signify the adoption of a

completely new way of living

and thinking on the part of the

new Jewish suburbanites.

Yet for several reasons this

drift to the suburbs does have

its importance for the American
Jewish community and its fu-

ture development. First of all it

means the abandonment of old-

established Jewish neighbor-

hoods—not only the poor "East

Sides" of the big cities but also

their more affluent lower-mid-

dle class neighborhoods. These

Jewish neighborhoods — you

may call them ghettos, if you
will — had created in this coun-

try for about half a century a

series of Jewish enclaves, a Jew-

ish geography which had given

rise to a Jewish atmosphere that

enveloped the individual. Un-
consciously the young Jewish

person living in those neighbor-
hoods was affected by Jewish
traditions, by Jewish ways of

living.

But we mustn't forget that
very often the young Jewish son
or daughter of immigrant par-

ents living in these distinctly

Jewish neighborhoods was in

revolt against these Jewish tra-

ditions and ways of living which
seemed to him to clash with the

American pattern of thought
and conduct. While on the one

hand the young Jewish individ-

ual felt emotionally comfortable

as part of the Jewish neighbor-

hood, of the Jewish group, on
the other hand American school-

ing, American secularism, the

American cult of material suc-

cess may have prompted him to

an intellectual, to a conscious,

resentment against his Jewish
family ties, so to speak.

But moving from the distinct-

ly Jewish neighborhood to the

suburbs often represents a dis-

tinct reversal of attitude on the

part of the young Jewish couple.

In most cases there are no dis-

tinctly Jewish neighborhoods in

the suburbs, Jews being scatter-

ed here and there among non-

Jews. All of a sudden the young
Jewish couple with children to

bring up realize that they can-

not take their Jewish family for

granted, take them or leave

them as the mood may strike

them. Suddenly the realization

comes to them that they must
seek out fellow-Jews, if they are

to retain some of the emotional

ties which bound them in the

metropolitan Jewish neighbor-

hood, ties which it never occur-

red to them to sever completely.

Their Jewish feeling takes on

greater poignancy. They become
lonesome for other Jews, whom
they seek out and find. They or-

ganize a Jewish religious cen-

ter. They make some provision

for the Jewish education of their

children. As a result of their

heightened Jewish emotions,

their conscious intellectual atti

tude toward Judaism undergoes

a change in a more favorable di-

rection, despite all their former
skepticism about religion.

On the whole, therefore, the

present movement of young busi

ness and professional Jews from
distinctly Jewish neighborhoods

into the suburbs, while it repre

sents a loss of Jewish "geogra

phy" in this country makes up
for it by a gain in Jewish con-

sciousness, in Jewish awareness

This sensitivity of which the

young Jewish couple was un-

aware because it was part of the

atmosphere in which it lived in

the big city of which it suddenly

becomes conscious in the non
Jewish atmosphere of the sub

urbs, must also lead to an

awareness that this "family"

feeling must be sublimated, must
become a Jewish cultural-religi

ous awareness. This does not, of

course, mean that the vast ma
jority of these new Jewish ar

rivals in the suburbs become the

sort of culturally, religiously ed

ucated and idealistic Jews which

we would like them to be. But it

does mean that in the suburbs

they are at least being confront-

ed with a decision—to remain or

not to remain Jews, a decision

they did not have to make in the

big city Jewish neighborhood

where they could just be a part

of an amorphous Jewish group

the mark of whose Jewishness

often was that it ate bagel-and-

lox for breakfast.

Fortunately for the future of

the American Jewish group, the

young Jew in the suburbs de-

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Abraham Hart
Publisher—1845

How did it happen? A Jewish

lad, without money or connec-

tions, was given a partnership in

one of America's oldest and best

publishing houses. In 1829, eigh-

teen-year-old Abraham Hart had

been an orphan for six years.

His father, a small shopkeeper,

came from Hanover and died in

1823.

The boy went to work to earn

enough money for maintaining

his mother in the little shop that

stood opposite the thriving bank

operated by Philadelphia's af-

fluent and eccentric Stephen

Gerard. Her stock was meager,

and Abraham approached an

established bookdealer for some

credit. The books which he re-

ceived sold quite well. The inci-

dent attracted the attention of

Moses Thomas, who sold, pub-

lished, and auctioned, as was

then customary in the book

trade. Thomas saw and utilized

the ability of the young fellow

who became his protege. In Bos-

ton an important sale was sched-

uled, and Thomas could not at-

tend. He gave 16-year-old Abra-

ham a letter of credit for $5000

with carte blanche to use his

toest judgment. Later, Moses

Thomas recommended Abraham
Hart to the Careys.

Mathew Carey, the noted

Catholic liberal and reformer,

had been printing books and pe-

riodicals since 1785; he became

a leading publisher in the Amer-

ica of his time. His itinerant

book - seller, Parson Weems,
wrote the fabulous story of

George Washington and made
the cherry tree legend world-

famous. Carey took in as part-

ners his son Henry Charles, who
became a leading economist,

and his son-in-law Isaac Lea,

whose son, the learned Henry C.

Lea, attained high distinction as

author of Histories on the Papal

and Spanish Inquisitions—still

the standard works on those sub-

jects. When Mathew Carey's

youngest son Edward L. became

21, he was also taken into the

business. Scholarly and ethical,

they nevertheless could not stay

together after their father's

death. It became necessary to

divide the business. Henry C.

Carey and Isaac Lea continued

their partnership. The 24-year-

old Edward L. needed a partner

and selected Abraham Hart, who
was six years his junior.

Success greeted Carey and

Hart almost immediately. Not
handicapped by conservative

traditions, they accepted "The

Yellowplush Correspondence" of

an obscure young writer, one

William Makepeace Thackeray,

whose work was rejected by the

publishers in England. The part-

ners thus launched Thackeray's

literary career. They printed

some of the best literature of

the time and within 10 years

became leading publishers in

America.

A single anecdote might re-

veal Hart's alert efficiency. The

novel, Rienzi, by Bulwer Lytton,

created a sensation in Europe;

an American edition was eager-

ly awaited. The boat which car-

ried a copy of that historic ro-

mance for Harpers in New York

brought one also to the Philadel-

phia firm. In the era before

international copyrights, the

strongest rivalry prevailed to

get out a book first. Hart quickly

distributed sections of Reinzi

among 12 printers. By nine the

next morning the sheets were

ready for binding. That after-

noon 500 copies were finished.

Hart bought all the space in the

mail coach and rushed the ship-

ment to New York, where it was
placed on sale a day before the

Harper edition was published.

The firm showed enterprise

and foresight in being the first

to assemble the essays of Ma-

cauley that were scattered and

buried in English periodicals,

chiefly the Edinborgh Review.

This miscellaneous collection

they brought out in five vol-

umes. Carey and Hart were also

the first to publish an illustrat-

ed edition of Longfellow's poems.

Among their many popular pub-

lications were anthologies of

New England, as well as Penn-

sylvania, poetry, the Life of Da-

vid Crockett, Captain Marryat'?,

Tales, European Poets assembled

by Longfellow, novels by Cooper,

writings of Poe and Emerson.

Philadelphia itself attained a

preeminent reputation as a book

center by virtue of the excellent

printing, illustrations, and high

standard of the Carey and Hart

publications. As a publisher of

Jewish books in the English lan-

guage, Hart made equal contri-

butions. Leeser's translation of

Jacob Schwartz's Descriptive

Geography and brief Historical

Sketches of Palestine was the

most important Jewish book

printed in the United States up

to that time. The works of Grace

Aguilar and the poems of Re-

becca Hyneman were non-profit

ventures that added to the cul-

ture of America.

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THE RELIGIOUS MESSAGE OF

MARJORIE MORNINGSTAR
By LOUIS M. TUCHMAN, Rabbi

Beth El Congregation, Durham, N. C.
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In his best selling novel, "Mar-
jorie Morningstar," Herman
Wouk has done more than mere-

ly relate, in a most interesting

and facile manner, the story of

an adolescent girl, who, after

several encounters with life,

finally attains maturity. In ad-

dition to the fine literary quality

of the book, there is, underlying

this superbly related story,

Wouk's philosophy of Judaism
in particular, and of religion in

general. At the same time, there

is a message and a pattern for us

the readers to follow.

The message of Wouk may be

summed up in the following

manner:

1. Young people must be tu-

tored and thoroughly familiar

with their religious heritage and

background in order to take

their place in Jewish society.

Only he, who has a solid founda-

tion in religion, and in this case,

Judaism, will not easily succumb
to his environment nor permit

infractions upon his religious

way of life. Marjorie had little

formal schooling in Judaism.

She accepted as her own, those

observances she witnessed at

her father's house. Therefore.

with little understanding of the

underlying principles of such

observances as the dietary laws,

it was not too difficult for her

to violate this basic concept of

Jewish religious life. It stands to

reason, too, that if she were well

grounded in Judaism, she might

never have submitted herself to

her lover, Noel Airman.

2. While festivals and cere-

monial observances must be

meaningful, one must never per-

mit any of the outward manifes-

tations to become the raison

d'etre of religious life. The Bar-

Mitzvah party described in the

book is indeed an excellent satire

of some Jewish observances, as

they exist in many quarters.

These parties have so greatly

overshadowed the intrinsic val-

ues of such observances as the

Bar-Mitzvah, that to the average

young man of thirteen and to his

family and many friends, they

are held in higher esteem than

the synagogue ritual. Thus, Her-

man Wouk cries out against

these meaningless outward man-
ifestations and the attempts to

outdo one's neighbor in these

elaborate celebrations, if Juda-

ism is to continue in a healthy
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and positive direction, as a vital

and integral part of man's life.

3. Despite these breaches in

Jewish life, there is always a

restraining factor, a hope that

tradition has not been forgotten.

In this novel, Mr. Morgenstern,

the father, embodies that hope.

He alone seems to recognize the

emptiness and shallowness of

the large modern temples where-

in traditions have been neglect-

ed or disregarded. Whenever he

wants a true traditional atmos-

phere, an atmosphere of genuine

prayer and religion, he makes
his way to the smaller, tradition-

al synagogue in the neighbor-

hood. Thus, he recognizes the

fact that the synagogue or tem-

ple must never become a place

in which to meet individuals of

greater affluence or wealth, but

rather a place of meditation and

prayer to Almighty God.

4. Religion is a necessity in

everyone's life. Marjorie, at the

end of the novel, confides that

she is now actively associated

with her local synagogue. She

wants her religion to be mean-

ingful so that she can transmit

it to her children. She also avows

I Get Spanked

"You rascal, you!" the rabbi

had said to me at the end of his

letter ; but he said it in a kindly

and kidding way and I couldn't

mind his making a rascal of me.

A columnist gets called plenty

of names and the worst of all

was to be called a damn-fool one

day. And my wife herself at

times says I'm just too silly.

The rabbi who called me rascal

with a most friendly wink is

Samuel Silver. He is editor of

"American Judaism,'" the publi-

cation of the Union American

Hebrew Congregations (Re-

form) in New York. He was
spanking me but I thank him,

particularly because his letter

helps to fill up most of the

column this day ; it's just too un-

comfortably warm (87 in the
shade) to do my own writing on
a day like this. So it's an off-

day for me — a day only for be-

ing spanked.

Rabbi Silver didn't like what
I had written recently about ser-

mons our rabbis give. I was say-

ing that too many of our rabbis

seem to think of themselves as

international pundits able to tell

the so-called statesmen how to

run the world. Rabbi's sermons,

I said, should be much more on

the problems of the average guy
of the congregation.

The average guy would like

to know from his rabbi how to

go about the problems of his own
life. There are those kids of his

just going into teen-age and they

are being impertinent and de-

manding to go their own way,

without guidance of papa's and

mama's hand. What about that?

He hopes maybe to hear some

thing on that from the rabbi,

but, likely as not the rabbi in

that week's sermon is telling

Mr. Dulles how to do with the

world.

That's what I said in the

column which Rabbi Silver

didn't like so much. By the way
of providing contrast I quote the

sermon topics of a number of

Christian clergymen in our town

—such as "The Home Beautiful"

or "You Can Have Life."

Now Rabbi Silver was telling

me: "The vast majority of rab-

binical preachment is no differ-

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ent, by and large, from the ser-

mons by Christian clergymen

along the lines you enumerate.

Of course, a goodly number of

sermons (by rabbis) which deal

with national affairs are re-

ported in the press, which is

something else again."

Rabbi Silver means that be-

cause newspapers do play up

such sermons, people may get an

idea that rabbis are mixing their

hands in the affairs of the whole

world when they should be tend-

ing the home fires rather.

"Furthermore," Rabbi Silver

added, "I can assure you — be-

cause I have attended a goodly

number of church services —
that many a sermon with such

non-political titles as "You Can
Have Life" and even "The Home
Beautiful" do contain allusions

and illustrations from the world

of politics and international af-

fairs.

"And another furthermore: I

hope you don't think that those

of us who know are so naive as

to believe that you believe that

a rabbi doesn't have a clear and

urgent reason frequently to tell

Dulles, Eden and even good old

Churchill that they are not act-

ing in accordance with those

ethical standards which should

mark the conduct of a govern-

ment.

"Nor will anyone credit you

with incompetence (even though

you would pretend incompe-

tence) in evaluating the moral

state of the world today. You do

know much about running the

world, or at least as a Jew you

know when those who run the

world are deviating from de-

cency, as for example, in re the

immigration law. As a rabbi you

would have not only the right

but the obligation to sound off

on that topic, as many rabbis

do and will continue to do, even

if the Segals stay away because

they don't think that an inter-

preter of religion should inter-

pret. You rascal, you!"

Oh, this spanking, and the

day is so warm, and that electric

fan blows only warm air, and

I haven't the strength to stand

up and resist after all that from

Rabbi Silver's hand. I just sit

here at my typewriter and take

it.

But the next mail brings me
some comfort from the hands

of James W. Beckman, a real

estate man who is a friend of

mine and a Gentile. Mr. Beck-

man had read what I had writ-

ten in fault-finding of rabbis'

sermons. He had written a letter

agreeing with me, and you knew
how pleasant it is to be agreed

with, especially on a warm day

and after a spanking by one

who disagreed.

Mr. Beckman was saying that

that column of mine should be

reprinted and circulated far and

wide in envelopes — "It con-

tains the basic principles of re-

ligion and the philosophy of

teaching people to live right and

do right by themselves and

others . . . The sample sermon

you wrote for all clergymen in

that column deserves commen-
dation. There can be no argu-

ment against doing good as well

as preaching. While people are

splitting hairs in controversial

argument, they are not busy do-

ing good works."

Well, that's it and thanks, Mr.

Beckman, for the healing after

the spanking. And, as for the

spanking, I bow my head not in

contrition but just humbly as

one who confesses he doesn't

know everything, or even nearly

everything, and may from time

to time fall into errors; though

I keep on saying that rabbis

should dedicate their sermons

practically altogether to the
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lives and spiritual tensions of

those they serve.

Now that Rabbi Silver men-
tions it, I do agree that it's a

moral obligation for rabbis and
all other kinds of clergymen to

protest loudly against the foul

injustice that has been done by
the Government's falling down
in its duty, under the law, to

some 250,000 refugees stranded

in Europe; and I add: It's the

duty of all the clergy to protest

persecutions perpetrated in the

name of security from time to

time.

Such things have to do with

decent morals and morals lie in

the sphere of the clergy. But
please, no more advice from any
rabbis on how the world should

be run. The responsible states-

men are doing a job at that bad

enough.

Doing Your Part
The things we failed to do last

year, last month- yesterday, are

still with us. The man who
thinks the things he didn't do

can be forgotten, is only fooling

himself. They will be waiting

for him again somewhere along

the road ahead.

Your part in the world is very

essential to the happiness of the

world- One grain of corn never

filled a bushel measure, but it

helps its fellow grains to do so.

Your little service to others may

pass unnoticed, but the sum of

all such helpfulness is what
makes the world better today

than it was yesterday, and builds

up our civilization.

In the deep unwritten wisdom
of life there are many things to

be learned that cannot be taught.

We never know them by hearing

them spoken, but we grow into

them by experience and recog-

nize them through understand-

ing. Understanding is a great

experience in itself, but it does

not come through instruction.

he served as Parnass of Mikveh
Israel. He held office in Phila-

delphia's Hebrew Education So-

ciety, in Maimonides College for

the training of ministers, in the
first and short-lived Jewish Pub-
lication Society, in the Hebrew
Charity Association, in the Jew-
ish Foster Home and Orphan
Asylum. His benefactions were
liberal, his gifts to the poor gen-
erous. He presided at the meet-
ings that organized Philadel-

phia's Jewish Hospital and the
Young Men's Hebrew Associa-
tion. Recognition outside of his

home town came when elected

President of the Board of Dele-

gates of American Israelites, the
first organization to attempt the
unity of all American Jewry.

Absorption with local organi-

zations did not obscure Hart's

grasp of the larger issues that
affected Jewry as a whole. He
caught the perilous significance

of the Damascus blook libel,

which the leadership of Shear-
ith Israel in New York complete-

ly ignored. The resurgence in

Syria of the medieval slander

that Jews require Christian

blood for the Passover ritual

posed a threat not only to the

community in Damascus but of

Philadelphia as well. He utilized

his influence to bring about the

intervention of the United States

government. On August 27, 1849

Christian and Jewish speakers

expressed their abhorrence at a

mass meeting at which Abraham
Hart presented the following

resolution, stating: "That we
invite our brethren of Damascus
to leave the land of persecution

and torture, and to seek asylum
in this free and happy land,

where all religions are alike tol-

erated."

About 18 years later, Hart as

President of Mikveh Israel again
addressed the State Department.
World-wide attention was focus-

ed upon the Mortars case when
the Roman Church refused to

return a child to its parents be-

cause several years earlier a

nursemaid had secretly baptized

it during infancy. Hart's corres-

pondence with Lewis Sass, Sec-

retary of State, reflects the in-

dignation of enlightened public

opinion.

He
evidently sensed the need of as-

surance by President Lincoln in

that dark period of suspicion,

defeat, and treachery. As Par-

nass of Mikveh Israel he sent in

the address and invocation de-

livered by Rabbi Sabato Morais

in response to the Presidential

proclamation for consolation and

prayer. Abraham Lincoln thank-

ed Abraham Hart by letter for

his "expression of kindness and

confidence."

sand, can no longer hope to

function as it had functioned

when it was a great center of

four to five hundred thousand
Jews. The smaller communities
have always been vulnerable to

assimilation. The number of such

communities has increased, or

rather, the large communities
have decreased, and thus the

peril of assimilation affects

larger numbers than ever before.

It is also a crisis of leadership.

The Nazi tragedy deprived us

of anywhere from 50,000 to

100,000 Jewish intellectual lead-

ers. Thus we are faced with the

greatest tragedy that can con-

front any people — it is not that

we lack financial resources, but

we are short on manpower.

Regarding American Jewry,

we are inclined to be deceived by
exteriors, by the impressive out-

ward aspects of vigorous ac-

tivity, mass meetings, perform-

ances, and the attractive facade

of new Jewish centers. Yet. with

all this, we are still a deplorably

disorganized Jewry. The Ameri-

can Jewish Conference, a notable

attempt to organize American

Jewry, might have succeeded,

had it not been for our short-

sightedness. Behind the decep-

tive front, there is the grim fact

that American Jewish youth is

involved in a tremendous pro-

cess of assimilation. We have

all been brought up to resist

assimilation, but this is assimi-

lation of a new kind. German
assimilation was child's play

compared to what is taking place

in America today. Herman Co-

hen, the German-Jewish philoso-

pher, within h i s limitations

wrote brilliant books to persuade

German Jewry that the highest

destiny of the Jews was its

statelessness. The American as-

similationist is a "know-noth-

ing!" He has never required

ideological rationalization. Re-

sistance to assimilation is most
difficult in this country pre-

cisely because we do not con-

front enemies. Challenged, the

unconcious assimilationist re-

plies: "Am I against Zionism?

Do as you wish. Leave me in

peace." The adults of American

Jewry are not yet assimilation-

ist. However, in another twenty

years, if nothing is done to

counter it, the assimilationist

process will have enlisted our

youth beyond reclamation.

I am not a "Hassid" of sta-

tistics, yet I am gravely dis-

turbed when the Gallup Poll

queries Jewish students of a

great American university

:

"Why are you a Jew?" and the

majority replies: "Out of re-

spect to my father." If he is a

Jew only because he does not

wish to offend his father, he in

turn will not feel offended if his

son ceases to be a Jew. A large

Jewish youth organization con-

vened Jewish students a few

years ago, all of them good Jews,

yet a majority had not even

heard of Herzl. These few ex-

amples should suffice to alert

us to a grave problem. Zionism

does not exist simply for the

purpose of existing; it exists in

order to assure the survival of

the Jewish people. This effort

calls for the recruitment of tre-

mendous finances and forces. We
read of Jewish day-schools in

America. Are you familiar with

the financial, apart from the

ideological, difficulties encoun-

tered, and that the majority of

non-Zionists in America are op-

posed to Jewish day-schools? It

is imperative to conduct this ef-

fort to triumph, but it requires a

great deal of money. (Is anyone

aware what several generations

of American Catholics have in-

vested in their day-schools?) Dr.

Goldstein has said that the mis-

fortune is that the American
"am haaretz" is not even

ashamed of being an "am haar-

etz." Zionism must invest all its

energies in this work, and there-

fore, in the interests of Jewish
survival, become more diaspora-

conscious than ever before. This

necessitates great changes in

the movement.

If a "conquest of the kehillot"

was necessary in Europe, how
much more is it necessary in

America today. The Zionists as

Zionists, as exponents of a spe-

cific welt-anschaung, are not

important in communal life.

Zionism as a direction-giving

force is not apparent in the com-

munities. The Zionist movement
does not even indicate any desire

to function in this manner. The
community councils, welfare

funds and congregations that

have developed in this country

have not been initiated by us,

nor are we a functioning influ-

ence in them. Zionists individu-

ally are active in all these

structures. However, our power
is dispersed. Coordinated Zionist

action could have been a great

force. But our role in a com-

munity of five and a half million

Jews has, under present circum-

stances, been pathetically inade-

quate.

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We have had a request from
one of our readers for recipes for

meat sauces. We submit several

here that have been tried and
found worthwhile.

Sauce Bordelaise

Nice for broiled steaks. Take
one medium-sized onion, chopped

very fine and browned in fat;

add a cup of strong beef gravy

and a cup of claret or white

wine; add pepper, salt and a

trifle of finely-chopped parsley;

allow this to simmer and thick-

en with a little browned flour.

Caraway, or Kimmel Sauce

Heat a tablespoon drippings in

a spider; add a little flour; stir

smooth with a cup of soup stock,

added at once, and half a tea-

spoon of caraway seeds.

Onion Sauce

Stew some finely - chopped

onions in fat; you may add half

a clove of garlic, cut extremely

fine ; brown a very little flour in

this, season with salt and pepper

and add enough soup stock to

thin it.

Lemon Sauce

Boil some soup stock with a

few slices of lemon, a little sugar

and grated nutmeg ; add chopped

parsley ; thicken with a teaspoon

of flour or yolk of egg. Mostly

used for stewed poultry.

Mint Sauce

Chop some mint fine ; boil half

a cup of vinegar with one table-

spoon of sugar; throw in the

mint and boil up once
;
pour in a

sauceboat and cool off a little

before serving.

Horseradish Sauce, No. 1

Grate a good-sized stick of

horseradish ; take some soup

stock and a tablespoon of fat,

salt and pepper to taste, a little

grated stale bread, a few pound-

ed almonds. Let all boil up and
then add the meat.

Horseradish Sauce No. 2

Heat one tablespoon of fat in

a frying-pan, when hot cut up
one-quarter of an onion in it, and
fry light brown; then brown
one tablespoon cracker meal or

flour and add two tablespoons of

grated horseradish; let this

brown a bit, then add some soup

stock, one tablespoon of brown
sugar, two cloves, two bay
leaves, salt, pepper, and two
tablespoons of vinegar. Let cook

a few minutes then add one

more tablespoon of horseradish

and if necessary a little more
sugar or vinegar. Lay the meat
in this sauce and cover on back

of stove until ready to serve. If

gas is used, place over the sim-

mering flame.

Raisin Sauce

Brown some fat in a spider,

stir in a tablespoon of flour ; stir

until it becomes a smooth paste

;

then add hot soup, stirring con-

stantly ; add a handful of raisins,

some pounded almonds, a few
slices of lemon, also a tablespoon

of vinegar; brown sugar to

taste: flavor with a few cloves

and cinnamon, and if you choose

to do so, grate a part of a stick

of horseradish and the crust of

a rye loaf. Very nice for fat beef.

Knoblauch Sauce (Garlic)

Heat a tablespoon of drip-

pings, either of meat or goose in

a frying-pan ; cut up one or two
cloves of garlic very fine and let

it brown slightly in the heated

fat; add a tablespoon of flour, a

cup of soup stock or warm wat-

er, salt, pepper to taste.

Maitre D'hotel Sauce

Take a heaping tablespoon of

drippings or goose-fat, heat it

in a spider, stir two teaspoons of

flour into this, then add gradu-

ally and carefully a small cup of

hot soup or water, the former is

preferable ; add some chopped

parsley, also the juice of a lem-

on; salt and pepper; stir up well.

May be used either with roast or

boiled meats.

Sauce Vinaigrette

Rub the mixing bowl with a

clove of garlic, add one-half tea-

spoon of salt, dash of white pep-

per and a teaspoon cold water

or a bit of ice, then four table-

spoons of oil. Mix until the salt

is dissolved, remove the ice and

add ten drops of tabasco sauce,

two tablespoons tarragon vine-

gar, one tablespoon grated onion,

one tablespoon chopped parsley

and one chopped gherkin.

Richmond Council ol Jewish Women

Four Virginia Sections of the

National Council of Jewish Wo-
men representing 1350 members
in the Richmond, Northern Vir-

ginia, Newport News and Nor-

folk areas urged the preserva-

tion of the public school system

in Virginia at public education

hearings before the special ses-

sion of the Virginia General As-

sembly on November 30.

Mrs. Sydney Lewis, chairman
of the Legislative Committee of

the Richmond Section, read the

statement which in essence

opposed the referendum for

amending the Constitution to

allow public funds to be used for

tuition grants to private schools.

This action, the group felt,

would endanger the section in

our Virginia Constitution which

stipulates that the state shall

provide a system of free public

education and or invalidate the

law making public school educa-

tion compulsory.

She said, "to allow the amend-

ment of Section 141 in such a

way as to jeopardize Section 129,

or Compulsory Free Education,

is to invite exactlv the kind of

Federal school system which be-

lievers in local action dread.

"If Section 141 is to be amend-

ed to provide tuition grants for

schools not practical for the

state to support, we urge that

amendment be circumscribed by

provisions limiting such grants

to areas of education not cover-

ed by Section 129."

A courageous and colorful

newspaperman, Robert S. Allen,

will be the guest speaker at the

Richmond Section's monthly

meeting to be held February 1

at 8 P. M. at Temple Beth-El.

A Fine Example of Brotherhood
On Sunday, October 30th, 3,500 people assembled on the

campus of Brandeis University, in Waltham, Massachusetts to

witness impressive ceremonies celebrating the dedication of the

university's unique Three Chapels.

The formal academic convocation, in which Brandeis fac-

ulty, Trustees, and Fellows participated, was highlihted by an

ddress by Supreme Court Justice John Marshall Harlan and
the conferring of honorary degrees upon Justice Harlan, and
Dr. Paul Johannes Tillich, distinguished Protestant theological

philosopher; Dr. Jacques Maritain, one of the world's leading

lay Catholic philosophers and Dr. Leo Baeck, president of the

World Union for Progressive Judaism.

The ceremonies marked the first time that three separate

chapels for students of the Protestant, Jewish and Catholic

faiths have been provided by an American university on its

campus.

Describing the concept of the Three Chapels, Dr. Abrarn

L. Sachar, president of Brandeis, told the gathering of Catholic,

Protestant and Jewish friends of the University:

"The principle of state and church is deeply set in Ameri-

can life. From the very beginning of our national existence it

was considered wisest not to bring denominational differences

to the blackboard.

"From the days of Thomas Jefferson to our own, great non-

sectarian schools of learning have therefore striven for complete

objectivity in the patterns of their curriculum, in the presenta-

tion of their courses," he said.

"Brandeis University has been set squarely in this loftv

I framework and has faithfully chosen its students and its faculty

Ion the basis of merit, has taught its courses without doctrinal

I slant, has avoided the slightest temptation to use the classroom

as a recruiting ground for denominational loyalty.

"Yet it has never followed that the religious experience, so

basic in our lives, must be deliberately ignored. Young people

on a college campus, especially where they are away from home,
must have some opportunity to express their faith, to link them-

selves with the enduring lessons of their historic past. The ex-

perience must be made available to them in a meaningful way,"

he added.

The University's president declared that the truest enrich-

ment comes through contrast and variation and distinctiveness,

"but differences must not be equated with the splinterization,

and the granulation which have been the bane of community
living."

"Here at Brandeis we shall respect our own faith, draw
strength and meaning from its survival values, carry this respect

with pride in the presence of each other, in proximity to each

oher. Indeed, nothing is more important today than to learn

how to adjust our growing proximity to a proper community
spirit."

In his dedicatory address, Justice Harlan declared that in-

dependence, alertness, and common sense of the American
people are bulwarks of "our way of life.'

These qualities, he said, were vital in a democracy whether

the issue be "protecting civil liberties, economic freedoms and

property rights, or in preventing erosion of our institutions."

Speaking on the theme "Live and Let Live," Justice Har-

lan said this concept of society was opposed to the "party line

which calls for absolute conformity of the individual citizen

and is intolerant to the point of elimination, if need be, of all

who see life differently ..."

"The ultimate issue between the free world and the Com-
munist world," Justice Harlan said, "is which way of life holds

the greatest promise for the individual."

By a peculiar coincidence, on the same day as the dedica-

tion took place in Waltham, there were two other gatherings in

nearby Boston. Boston Arena was the scene of a rally in which

the speaker was Senator Joseph McCarthy. Boston Common
witnessed a meeting at which the excommunicated priest Leon-

ard
J.

Feeney was the principal speaker. The reported attend-

ance at the Arena was 1800. The Arena seats 7200. On Boston

Common there were about 300 in the audience. When one

contrasts these figures with the 3500 who attended the Brandeis

dedication, confidence in the judgment of our American citi-

zens is strengthened.

The dedication of the three chapels at Brandeis is a heart-

warming event too, at a time when the United States Supreme

Court's dictum banning the teaching of religion in our public

schools is being so flagrantly violated.

We as Jews can well be proud of the fact that a Jewishly

sponsored university has pioneered in such a noteworthy

achievement as that of being the first American instiution of

higher education to provide three separate chapels on its cam-

pus for the accommodation of its students.

Needless to say, Rego'ita had

the least amount of duties. On
that day Esther rested and her

maiden for the day rested with

her. All to the great annoyance

of Hegai, in constant fear that

the King would find him slack in

his duties. But Hegai needn't

have worried. Esther seemed

more beautiful each time she

appeared before the King. It

suddenly dawned upon Hegai:

"Maybe it helps a woman's
beauty to have a day of com-

plete rest."

Then Hegai was faced with

another worrisome problem. Es-

ther's maiden of the day sent

word to him that her mistress

refused to eat.

"She said something about

fasting and praying," Hehorita

said.

What would King Ahasuerus

say to him if Esther appeared

sad and wan? Hegai recalled

how the other ladies of the har-

em often demanded foods that

were hard to get. So he now
ordered a huge tray of unusual

delicacies and sent it to Esther.

But this, too, she refused to

eat. Yet the following day when
she left her chambers to appear

before the King she was as

beautiful as ever. And another

illuminating thought occurred

to Hegai.

"Fasting, too, may be good.

How often have I seen women
eat too much and then become

ill. But they don't become ill

from not eating, I observe."

Esther never spoke to her

maidens harshly. At times the

seven girls would gather to-

gether, laugh and giggle and

forget their duties, or they
would be careless and drop a

mirror, or put too much perfume

on Esther's body, or allow her

pearls to become tangled. Esther

always retained her usual pa-

tience and kindness. Not on any

occasion, no matter how provok-

ing it might be to Esther, did

Hegai hear her raise her voice

or scream in temper as the other

members of the harem some-

times did.

"She never allows her face

to distort in anger," Hegai

mused. "She will have a beauti-

ful, unwrinkled skin far longer

than the others."

A wise man, this Hegai. And
when he was old and grey, and

had long ceased worrying about

having his head separated from

his body he once said to Esther:

"I have now learned your sec-

rets of beauty."

"My secrets?" Esther was

puzzled. "But I haven't any."

"Show me another woman
your age," Hegai said, "who has

skin and hair like yours, and

who walks like a young girl.

There is none, for no one knows

your secrets."

"Do you mind if I know?" Es-

ther smiled at him. Hegai was

one of the few men in the ser-

vice of King Ahasuerus who had

the privilege of speaking to Es-

ther as he did. By this time, of

course, he was no longer em-

ployed in his original position,

(Please Turn to Page 41)



The Rabbi
By Dr. Samuel Belkin

In connection with the forthcoming Seroicha (ordination) exercises at

Yeshiva University March 4th, we present this interesting article by Pre-
sident Belkin. Dr. Belkin, distinguished scholar and author, is an eminent
Talmudic scholar, and, at the same time, a product of America's leading in-

stitutions of higher learning, Brown and Harvard Universities, where he
pursued his academic education.—The Editor.

The Jewish faith is a demo-

cratic theocracy that recognizes

the potential ability of every
human being to commune with

God. Man and his Maker require

no intermediary. Judaism has,

therefore, never known of any
distinction between Rabbi and
layman with regard to ecclesias-

tical attributes or religious ob-

ligations. The Rabbi is not a

super-religious personality, nor

does he possess a private door

to godliness. Both he and the

layman are equally responsible

for the fulfillment of the duties

placed upon all Jews by the

Torah. We might well character-

ize him in the words of the late

George Foot Moore as a "diplo-

maed Doctor of Law." The Rab-
binate, however, without being
an association of Jewish minis-

ters, priests or theologians, has,

nevertheless, exercised the most
profound influence upon the

course of Jewish life; so much
so, that its very continuity may
be said to depend upon the prop-

er functioning of the Rabbinate.

If we understand the real sig-

nificance and meaning of the

Synagogue, we can appreciate,

all the better, the character and
place of the Rabbi in Israel. The
Rabbi is the custodian of the

ideals for which the Synagogue
stands. He must, first, symbol-
ize the Bet Haknesset. It is his

duty to be the leader of the Jew-
ish community and of all that

pertains to community welfare.

He is the social worker, better

yet, the social architect. His so-

cial activity, however, is moti-

vated and conditioned by a pious

outlook and a spiritual purpose
which makes it in the deepest

sense religious. The social or

communal function which is giv-

en a higher spiritual purpose is

no longer a purely social and

secular activity, but a genuinely

religious one.

Again, the Rabbi must sym-

bolize the "Bet Hatfilah;" he

must in his own life personify

Jewish piety. Above all, how-

ever, the Rabbi must symbolize

the "Bet Hamidrash," for the

reservoir from which he draws

his inspiration is the Torah. A
Rabbi, from the historic point

of view, is one who is imbued
with the conviction of the cen-

trality of Torah learning and

Torah practice as the essence of

Judaism. Thus his true function

is to be the Jewish scholar, the

authority on Jewish Law, teach-

ing the Torah to his Com-
munity.

There is more to the Torah
than a cursory glance can re-

veal. Rabbi Judah once said that

whoever translates a verse of

the Torah in strict literalness is

a falsifier, and he who makes
additions or changes in it is a

blasphemer. It is the Rabbi who
must bring to his people the

hidden treasures that rest in the

commentaries and that are con-

tained in the rich repositories of

Jewish learning. If one claiming

to be a Rabbi does not have the

profound knowledge of the
Torah expounded in the Oral

Law, and is without "Semicha"

or true Rabbinic authority,

therefore, is unable to forge a

link in the precious chain of

scholarship which is the Rab-

binate, tracing its way back to

the beginnings of our spiritual

existence, and he will either ig-

norantly falsify the essence of

the Torah or constantly endeav-

or to change the Law in order

to adjust it to his own outlook

—

indeed, an act of blasphemy.

One must bear in mind that

Judaism does not consist only of

theological dogma. The Rabbi

is not simply a theologian

trained to think of Judaism

solely in terms of doctrines, be-

liefs and articles of faith. The-

ology, as a separate branch of

study, has never been a central

element in Judaism. Maimoni-

des, for instance, in his commen-
tary on the Mishnah, enumer-

ates thirteen fundamental doc-

trines which are, in his opinion,

the basic elements of Jewish

faith. Although developed

through deep study and earnest

reflection, accepted by the ma-
jority of Jews and incorporated

in the prayer book, neither the

recitation of these articles of

faith nor of those developed by
other Jewish scholars in succeed-

ing generations was ever made
obligatory. Through the irony

of fate, the Yigdal hymn that

contains Maimonides' creed has

become part of congregational

singing.

This is not to say, as have

some modern scholars, that

since Judaism requires no con-

fession of faith, it has, then, no

dogmas at all. On the contrary,

Maimonides' articles of faith are

fundamental beliefs of Judaism.

Judaism does not, however, rec-

ognize abstract beliefs in them-

selves as the fundamentals of

its religious life. It is the duties

and obligations revealed in the

Torah that are the fundamen-
tals of Judaism.

Maimonides, for example, in-

cludes belief in the Existence

and Unity of God as two of the

six hundred and thirteen posi-

tive and negative command-
ments. These two command-

by simply saying, "I believe in

the Existence of God, and in the

Unity of God." It is not the

theoretical and theological be-

lief in God's existence that is

the fundamental element, but
the acceptance of "the yoke of

the Kingdom of Heaven." It is

through practical obedience to

the Will of God as manifested in

the Torah, that a Jew reveals

his knowledge of the Existence

of God and the Unity of God. In

Judaism, theology per se has no
meaning unless interpreted in

terms of conduct, in terms of its

effect on human activity.

A proselyte who desires ini-

tiation into the fold of Judaism
is not only instructed in articles

of faith or in abstract theologi-

cal dogmas, but in the duties of

the Torah, in the "minor and
major" commandments. Rabbi

Judah ha-Levi writes: "We do

not accept a person who enters

our religion through confession

alone. We require deeds, includ-

ing within the meaning of that

term self-restraint, purity,
study of the Law, circumcision,

and the performance of other

duties commanded by the To-

rah." Salvation in Judaism is

not obtained by acceptance of

theological dogma alone, but

through the genuine love of God

that fulfills itself in action, in

the observance of the Law.

Judaism has never endeavered

to formulate a definite body of

articulated and systematized ab-

stract theology. The existence

of God as a father in heaven,

who bestows his guidance in

particular and universal provi-

dence, is not a matter of specu-

lation, but a living reality. The
Torah, as the revealed Word of

God, is not a matter of aca-
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demic dispute. It is to the un-

derstanding of the law of the

Torah as a divine way of life

that Jews have concentrated

their entire energy.

Yeshivot were, therefore,

never "Theological Seminaries,"

but schools in which Torah in all

its manifestations was studied.

For this reason, the "Yeshiva

Rabbi" symbolizes, above all,

Torah learning and Torah prac-

tice. As one who is trained in

the Halakha, he knows the true

meaning of the Law and as one

who has knowledge of the Haga-
dah he can explain the higher

moral and spiritual purpose that

one fulfills by the observance

of its precepts.

This position is occupied to-

day only by the Rabbinate in

America with traditional Semi-

cha. After watching the antics

of numerous so-called "Rabbis,"

the American Jewish commun-
ity, now reaching maturity, has

learned to admire the disciplined

attitude of the young, American,

Orthodox Rabbi in his personal

and community life. Our "Ye-

shiva Rabbis" are quickly com-

ing to the fore, as the true lead-

ers of American Jewry.

There are certain problems,

however, with which we must
seriously concern ourselves.

Firstly, the Rabbi alone, cannot

be the symbol and embodiment
of those things which Judaism
requires from each of its mem-
bers. He cannot be the sole

guardian of Jewish ideals nor

the community agent for the

observance of Torah. Yet how
often have we heard tell of com-

munities that are unable to pro-

vide a Kosher home for the Rab-

bi whom they have requested, if

that be his need. The members
of the Synagogue understand

fully that the Rabbi must ob-

serve Kashrut, but see nothing

wrong in their own negative at-

titude towards its observance.

The Rabbi thus becomes not

only the representative of the

Jewish community and the au-

thoritative interpreter of Jewish

tradition but the sole personifi-

cation of things Jewish. This

present-day gap between the

Rabbi and the laity with regard

to religious observance is one of

our most challenging problems.

One of the peculiar results of

this situation is the assumption

by the laity of certain preroga-

. tives not within its purview. The

Rabbinate, in carrying out its

duty of teaching Torah and Ju-

daism, has always been the ac-

cepted authority and guide for

Jewish life. No matter how ob-

servant or learned a community
might have been, all questions

pertaining to Synagogue prac-

tice and religious observance

were always decided by the Rab-

bi. Even in those communities

where laymen were as learned

as the Rabbi — for the Rabbi

has no monopoly on learning —
his ruling was always accepted.

Was it not for this purpose that

he had been chosen by the com-
munity as its leader?

Today, however, when our

laity openly admits its lack of

Jewish learning and its laxity of

observance, perhaps, because of

these very factors, it has rele-

gated to itself the authority of

decision in matters of religious

law, an authority which belongs

only to the Rabbi by virtue of

his "Semicha" his training and
knowledge.

When, for example, a com-
munity desires to build a new
Synagogue or schoolhouse, the

Rabbi becomes the prime mover
in the campaign, functioning as

the leader, the worker and fund
raiser. But when fundamental

questions arise concerning the

structure of the Synagogue, the

type of instruction to be given

in the school and matters of

Synagogue worship which bord-

er along the fundamentals of

Jewish law, the members of the

congregation assume the au-

thority to take decisions by vote.

Synagogue boards disregard the

Rabbi, vote to abrogate tradi-

tional standards of the Syna-

gogue and introduce features

which are anti-Jewish in charac-

ter. Majority rule becomes Jew-

ish Law! But of what value is

majority rule if its decisions ne-

gate the laws of the Torah, and,

destroying Jewish tradition, des-

troy Judaism, as well.

The great Jewish scholar,

Nachmanides, was once asked

whether the rule of the ma-
jority, the accepted norm in

Jewish law, can be applied to

the opinions of many general

practitioners as against the

judgment of one outstanding

specialist. His answer was, of

course, that in a case of that

sort the opinion of the specialist

must be accepted. Must not this

principle, now, be applied to the

Rabbi who is the genuine expon-

ent of the traditions of Israel?

Since he is the interpreter of

Torah Law which is eternally

binding upon every Jew, he
must be recognized as the indis-

pensible guide for the spiritual

and religious needs of his con-

gregation.

True, the Rabbi is not infall-

ible nor are his teachings or his

decisions immune from error.

The Rabbi, however, does not

merely express his personal

opinion. He states the law as

found in the Shulchan Aruch
and that decision is binding up-

on the community. Unless rec-

ognized Jewish authority can

prove that the Rabbi has not

correctly interpreted the law,

his decision must remain bind-

ing.

There is another terribly seri-

ous matter stemming from this

same root with which we must
reckon at this time — the mat-

ter of separation of men and
women in the Synagogue. It is

an unquestionable historic fact

that as a symbol of Jewish pur-

ity, mixed pews have always

been foreign to the Synagogue.

The past 30 years in America,

however, have seen destructive

action by irreligious, organized

Temple bodies whose real moti-

vation — let us not be satisfied

by rationalizations—was firstly,

the desire to imitate the church
— imitation has been the char-

acteristic feature of the non-

traditional Jewish community
for the last century — and sec-

ondly, a desire to achieve an ac-

tual separation from the tra-

ditional Rabbinate and from the

traditional community, as the

early Church, for example,

changed the Sabbath to Sunday

in order to show a tangible di-

vision from Jewish tradition.

Hence, non-Orthodox bodies
have not merely tolerated, but

actually welcomed and encour-

aged this breach in Jewish tra-

dition as they have striven for

fundamental changes in the

Prayer Book, thus abrogating

not only Jewish practice but re-

nouncing fundamental beliefs of

Judaism.

The problem is presented

most challengingly by the Syna-

gogues now being erected and by
the architectural plans now be-

ing prepared for the future.

Where some congregations hesi-

tate to make changes in existing

structures for sentimental if no

religious reasons, they feel hard

ly any obligation to continue th

tradition in a new Synagogue
These are facts with which w<

must reckon and concernini

which we must take a unite<

stand.

It is the duty of a Rabbi wh<

finds himself in a community

which has, through ignorance o

Jewish tradition, drifted fron

an understanding and practic<

of Jewish observance, to mak<

every effort to restore the tru<

standards of the Synagogue. W<
dare not, by passive acceptanc

of a condition, not of our owi

making, permit the Synagogue

to drift down the already too

well-trodden path of imitatior

and assimilation. Mixed pew
can be checked if we make it oui

responsibility to do so!

Our laity must be shown th(

destructive results b r o u g h

about by the breakdown of the

traditional Synagogue and then

energies must be brought tc

bear to strengthen and preserve

the Orthodox — the historic

Synagogue. A few people can nc

longer be permitted to force the

issue at congregational meeting

and vote to abrogate basic tra-

dition. All this will require dedi

cation and struggle. The results

of acquiscense are obvious. They

spell our destruction.

We require most of all,

strong movement that will lead

to an understanding of Orthodox

Synagogue tradition — a move
ment that will unite all Ortho

dox Synagogues, still the ma
jority of American Synagogues

into one strong and cohesive

body. As long as individual Syn

agogues are permitted to drift

and thoughtlessly tread their

own paths, Jewish tradition in

America will surely be neither

the beneficiary nor the spiritual

benefactor. Only a forceful and

intelligent Traditional Syna-

gogue organization will be able

to truly draw the lines of re

sponsibility for the Rabbi and

lay leaders of the congregation

so that they will become part

ners and co-workers in this

sacred enterprise. Only if the

traditional Synagogue will base

itself upon a single and firm

policy toward Jewish observ

ance, will the Synagogue and the

Rabbi again become the great

unifying and creative forces in

Jewish life.

ELECTRICITY MAY BE THE DRIVER. One day your car may speed along an electric super-highway, its speed and
steering automatically controlled by electronic devices embedded in the road. Travel will be more relaxing and en-

joyable. Highways will be more safe—by electricity! No traffic jams ... no collisions ... no driver fatigue.

It seems to me that the emo-

tional tie of U. S. and all dias-

pora Jewry to Israel has weak-

ened; it is certainly lacking in

the enthusiasm of earlier years.

Stronger bonds are required —
Israel must became an integral

component of Jewish communi-

ty life, enmeshed in the Jew's

daily living, in their schools and

their discussions and this should

eventually culminate in aliyah.

The proper methods for achiev-

ing this purpose are yet to be

evolved.

It is also true, however, that

unless aliyah is its focal point—
and I am not referring to the

aliyah of those who must mi-

grate — Zionism has lost better

than 50% of its raison d'etre.

Ben Gurion's contention that

only he who migrates to Eretz

Israel is a Zionist, oversimplifies

the issue. Zionism must create

circumstances that will induce

aliyah without the stimulus of

persecution. It must induce

Jews — and first of all Zionists

— to become involved in Israel

by every possible means, such

as investments, or sending their

children there. This is bound to

culminate in their own aliyah. If

we accept the premise that

every Zionist must be ready to

leave for Israel tomorrow, then

Zionism must abdicate as a po-

litical movement and become

transformed into a Halutz Or-

der. Zionism must produce Hal-

utzism. It should generate in a

maximum number of people the

desire for Zionist self-fulfill

ment through settlement in Is

rael. But it can do so only if it

continues to function as a great

political movement—the larger

the movement, the larger its

Halutzic component.

There is not a Jewish com-

munity on the globe where an

aliyah movement cannot be set

in motion. This requires action,

not talk. What we have done

until now has been picayune.

What we need is gigantic ac-;

tivity. Set up Zionist youth or

ganizations! On to the

puses

!

cam-

The tragedy is that we are

forced to weigh this work on a
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scale of priorities. If ninety per

cent of our annual budget is to

be spent on work in Israel and

ten per cent on work abroad, we
shall be unable to launch this

effort which will require radical

changes in the structure of our

budget. Even so, we might have

to divert funds earmarked for

Halutziut in order to rescue vic-

tims of a pogrom, but I am re-

ferring to .the normal budget

only, which must begin to re-

flect our reorientation.

If we wish Zionism to become
a force for the preservation of

Judaism in the diaspora, in its

great and small communities
alike, and in the evolution of a

non-emergency voluntary ali-

yah, our orientation and manner
of work must change. Then it

will not be necessary to define

the term "Zionist." His actions

will single him out. He will be

the restive, the discontented ; he
will constitute the ferment in

Jewish communial life. He will

not be one who "dances at all

the weddings" and is primarily

concerned with chairmanships,

vice-chairmanships, and how
funds should be allocated. Even
allocations can be determined on
profound ideological bases,
which is not the case today,

however. Decisions today are ar-

rived at by striking an amicable

balance — a little more for this,

a little less for another agency
— it is all very simple really, it

keeps Jewish organizations to-

gether, yet the real problems in

Jewish life are relegated to the

background and remain un-

solved. As long as Zionists are

not ready to implement Zionism,

unperturbed peace will prevail,

As I get it, Brandeis means to

say to all who come to its doors,

"We are of Jewish concept here.

That is to say, our founders and

governors are Jews, men dedi-

cated to the high moral and so-

cial ideals of being a Jew. But

we welcome here boys and girls

of all the faiths. They shall feel

at home here among us. It is

proper that we set up here altars

for those of our students who
are not Jewish; for Catholics

and Protestants. In this we ex-

press our idea of the brother-

hood which is or should be the

goal of all the religions. It is our

decent respect unto every reli-

gion as a way toward God. No
student shall feel a stranger

among us."

In this I am not quoting any
words out of Brandeis Univer-

sity itself. In these words I have
put the essential spirit which I

find in Brandeis. As an institu-

tion of higher learning Brandeis.

it seems to me, rises up to the

highest of education as given by
the Jewish prophet Malachi:

"Have we not all one Father?

Hath not one God created us?"

I am not sure: Maybe there

are some Jews who won't ap-

prove this concept of Jewish

Indeed, vicious protest, but

not by Jews, was made against

Brandeis in Boston's downtown
streets recently. In was perpe-

trated by a group of disowned

Catholics—followers of Father

Feeney, unfrocked Jesuit priest.

Indignant and anti-Semitic

handbills were fluttering all over

downtown Boston: "Catholics of

Boston : Stop the Jews from dis-

honoring and desecrating the

Blessed Sacrament at Brandeis

University. Brandeis University

is a school recently established

at Waltham, Mass., under com-

plete control and auspices of the

Jews. Its founders, its directors,

its supporters, its president and

its faculty are Jews . . .

"Right now, these Jews ...

have erected a building on their

Waltham campus, and they have

asked our Archbiship to dedicate

this building as a Catholic chap-

el where our Lord will be present

in the Blessed Sacrament.

"Catholics of Boston: In the

name of the Immaculate Mother

of God, this must not happen!

Our Lord in the Blessed Sacra-

ment must not be betrayed again

into the hands of that people

who cried out, 'Crucify Him' . . .

His blood be upon us and upon

our children?"

To me this has the sound of a

call to another crucifixion and I

was glad to hear that Boston did

not respond to it. Boston Herald-

Traveller's reporter, Arthur

Stratton, wrote in his paper:

"There was an incident on the

streets of Boston yesterday.

Cursory evaluation would call it

an ugly one, but it wasn't. It did

more to test a community's ex-

pressed beliefs in interfaith and

was more poignant than a hun-

dred 'good will' dinners. The un-

told thousands who witnessed

some part of it during the day

met that test as only God-fear-

ing people would meet it.

"A misguided handful, by sign

and handbills, sought to pit the

Catholic against the Jew. It end-

ed in a scuffle that was seen by

perhaps 1,000 men and women
on Tremont Street about 2 p. m.

"But that wasn't important.

What mattered was the reaction.

And the reaction was that the

nest can't be befouled and years

of tolerance and mutual respect

swept away. Jew and Gentile

stood side by side in that crowd

and registered shock and dis-

gust that anything like that

could happen on Boston's Tre-

mont Street . . . There was no

hate in anyone's eyes.

"It was a thorough test at the

sensitive street level of what all

faiths have promised each other

over the years at public gather-

ings."

Boston's Conference of Chris-

tians and Jews condemned the

incident of 'hate literature' fly-

ing over Boston streets ... "A
despicable action," it said . . .

"scurrilous and untrue state-

ments that in no way represent

the Catholic Church or the Cath-

olic people of Boston."

Same week Brandeis' Catholic

chapel was dedicated by Arch-

bishop Cushing of Boston; he

celebrated the first Mass there.

"I am delighted with the ac-

tion of the authorities of Bran-

deis University," the Archbish-

op said. "For far too long a pe-

riod, in many of our institutions

of learning, religion has been

excluded, due, in large part, per-

haps, to the unfortunate and er-

roneous belief that a purely sec-

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The Story Behind
The "Look" Story

By William Aitwood
The article, "The Position of the Jews in America Today," hy

William Attwood, national affairs editor of 'Look', which appeared
in the Nov. 29, 1955, issue of that magazine, was warmly received
by the American Jewish commity. At the request of the editor of
'Congress Weekly', the publication of the American Jewish Con-
gress, Mr. Attwood wrote a "postscrip" describing his research ef-
forts and some of the things he learned while preparing his survey.
This article appears below, reprinted from 'Congress Weekly.'—The
Editor.

Ever since the publication of

my article about Jewish Ameri-

cans in Look, I have been get-

ting letters from people want-

ing to know why I happened to

undertake this assignment and

how I went about gathering my
material. Many of them added

that it must have been a tough

one to research and to write. It

certainly was. But as any writer

will tell you, the tough ones are

those that give you the most

satisfaction.

The idea for this story came
up at one of our editorial board

meetings. We liked it for two

reasons: it was a subject which

affected a great many people, in

one way or another ; and it was a

subject about which there was
widespread ignorance, particu-

larly among Gentiles. If it were

reported objectively and in

depth, the resulting article

could also help dispel some of

the illusions which Americans

entertain about each other.

I did not take on the assign-

ment because I was an expert

on Judaism (I doubt if I could

have defined Bar Mitzvah even

for $64,000). I took it on be-

cause human relations have al-

ways interested me; a few

months before, while writing a

series of pieces on America, I

had been impressed by the de-

cline of all forms of prejudice

and discrimination and was cur-

ious to take a second look at

what seemed to be a general

trend. Also I had had more as-

sociation with Jews than the

average Gentile : my prep school

roommate was Jewish; my col-

lege roommate married a Jew-
ish girl; the three writers with
whom I organized a news and
feature service after the war
were Jewish ; and so on. Finally,

I was raised in a Christian

household that was free of pre-

judice. So I approached the as-

signment unburdened by either

a pro- or anti-Jewish bias.

My first move was to com-
pile a list of American Jewish

leaders who had to be seen —
people like David Petegorsky,

Philip Klutznick and so forth. I

did a little reading — not too

much: the American Jewish

Yearbook, Rabbi Kertzer's

What is a Jew? a couple of mag-
azine articles. I asked Norman
Koyker of the Look staff to

hunt up some statistics. And I

started calling on my Jewish

friends and their friends in big

cities and small towns from
coast to coast. I tried to see peo-

ple from many professions and
diverse economic and social

strata as possible in the seven

weeks I had set aside for re-

search.

I asked a lot of questions. I

began with a list of twenty that

should occur to any inquisitive

goy (how often do you go to a

synagogue? would you object to

your son marrying a Gentile?)

and added others as I went

along until I had about fifty.

Not all of the questions applied

to everyone I interviewed ; some

were designed for psychiatrists

(does Jewishness make a person

neurotic?), some for rabbis (are
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the three branches of Judaism

coming together?) and others

for Gentiles (what do you like

and dislike about Jews?) But

in tabulating all my answers un-

der the various question-head-

ings I found certain common de-

nominators emerging. For ex-

ample, if twelve out of eighteen

Jews told me that they believed

most Gentiles were anti-Semitic,

I felt safe in writing that a

great many American Jews suf-

fered from a sense of insecurity.

Nearly everyone I talked to

turned out to be helpful and co-

operative. At first, some people

were on their guard, cautious,

even suspicious. I could hardly

blame them. They didn't know
me

;
they didn't know what kind

of an article I was planning to

write. Even after I pursuaded

them that I was not interested

in doing a slick, superficial

treatment of the subject, I could

often sense a certain restraint.

Why should they contribute to

the writing of an article that

might do more harm than good ?

Why should they open their

hearts to a stranger who was
brash enough to want to put

down on paper what they them-
selves only dimly, even subcon-

sciously, thought and felt?

So there was the problem of

breaking the ice at almost every

interview. (It was always easier

if I could see people in the eve-

ning over a couple of highballs

;

but this could not always be ar-

ranged.) And I soon discovered

that a nice, sharp Jewish joke

—

the kind that unperceptive Gen-

tiles might regard as anti-Semit-

ic — was often the most effec-

tive way of clearing the air for

some good, straight talk. Con-

sequently, as a byproduct of the

article, I now have a small an-

thology of Jewish stories that I

will probably treasure long after

my story has been filed and for-

gotten. And the stories have

given me an answer to those

who think that Jews can not

escape being neurotic: there is

nothing neurotic about people

who can poke fun at themselves

the way Jews do.

Obviously I did not confine

my research to interviewing

Jews. Just about everyone I saw
during the seven weeks of in-

vestigation had something to

contribute to the survey. Living

as I do in a community where
the country clubs are "restrict-

ed" and most real estate brokers

observe what is known as a

"gentleman's agreement," I

found plenty of source material

among my Gentile neighbors

and friends. And here, as else-

where, I discovered that people

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are not so much anti-Semitic as

they are hesitant to take the

lead in breaking down estab-

lished social patterns. So I was
not surprised when my Gentile

neighbors praised the article as

warmly as did my Jewish
friends.

I hardly need add that the as-

signment was the most exhaust-

ing I have ever undertaken. Not
only did I find it necessary to

make notes every day and al-

most every evening for several

weeks, but I continually had to

project myself emotionally in

order to grasp the point of view

of the Jews I interviewed. As a

white Protestant Anglo-Saxon,

I have never experienced the re-

ality of prejudice or discrimina-

tion ; I have never been made to

feel unwanted because of some

label I was born with. And once

you are able to project yourself,

as I did, then I think that the re-

ality comes as a greater shock

than it does to someone who has

had to live with it. Perhaps be-

cause of this experiment in self-

projection, I found my own atti-

tude towards the assignment

changing as I went along. I be-

gan the survey with the idea

that I was going to write about

Jews; but when I finally sat

down to do the story, I realized

that I was writing about Ameri-

cans.

I predicted that the last ves-

tiges of anti-Semitism in Ameri-

ca would probably vanish within

the next thirty years; I suspect

that this time lag would be re-

duced to seven weeks if every

Gentile had the opportunity to

make the kind of investigation

I was engaged in.

The response to the article

has been overwhelming. The
hundreds of letters that have

come to me personally as well as

to the magazine have broken all

reader records in the time I have

been associated with Look. As I

write this, the letters have not

all been tabulated, but judging

from those I received, I would

say that about 95 percent

Season's Greetings
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ranged from favorable to enthu-

siastic. Roughly four out of five

came from Jews, and these were
almost 100 percent congratula-

tory. Of the remaining twenty
percent, about a quarter came
from anti-Semites; most of

these were vicious, semi-literate

and frequently unsigned. The
other letters from Gentiles usu-

ally expressed their appreciation

for an article that apparently

told them a lot of things they

didn't know about Jews.

I said that I made many
friends among the people I saw
in the course of this survey.

After rereading some of the let-

ters, I feel that I have made
others whom I have not even

met. One of the letters I remem-
ber was a short one. It came
from Brooklyn. All it said was,

"Dear Mr. Attwood: Thanks.

Moe Fishbein."

A writer's job is often a lonely

one. You spend a lot of time in

a room with a typewriter won-

dering if anybody is going to

read or care about what you are

struggling to put on paper. Ev-

ery so often, you begin to won-

der whether the rewards of this

craft can ever begin to compen-

sate for the effort you have to

expend.

This time, because of Moe
Fishbein and all the other people

who took the trouble to write

me letters, I feel rewarded in a

way that you have to be a writer

to understand. It's the best re

ward you can ask for. As a mat
ter of fact, it makes you want

to say "thanks" right back.

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What Results Has the Tenth Anniversary

Session of the United Nations General

Assembly Produced!

By Nehemiah Robinson
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The tenth anniversary session

of the U. N. General Assembly
which opened on September 20

and was still in progress when
these lines were written, dealt,

as usual, with a variety of po-

litical, social, humanitarian, le-

gal, and financial problems.

Some of them were of world-

wide, others of more local, sig-

nificance, but all of them were

connected with the basic aims

of the United Nations — to fur-

ther international peace, secur-

ity, and the well-being of the na-

tions and their inhabitants.

Two problems fitted most the

anniversary nature of the As-

sembly: (a) the question of the

revision of the Charter of the

Organization, and (b) the ex-

pansion of its membership by
admission of a large number of

states whose applications had
been pending for quite some
time, but a decision had been

held up by East-West dissension

over who should and who should

not join the United Nations.

The Charter of the U. N.,

which was drafted in 1945, was
never intended to be petrified in

its provisions or wording. The
drafters were aware of the fact

that experience is the best test

of a document and that, after

some time has elapsed, some
changes may become necessary.

On the other hand, it was >n the

basis of the existing wording

that the nations joined the Or-

ganization and pledged them-

selves to actions which repre-

sented considerable restrictions

on their freedom of action. It is

evident that whatever amend-
ments are finally adopted they

must be applicable to all mem-

bers of the Organization, mean-
ing that it could not be left to

the individual members to com-
ply with or disregard these

changes.

To find a middle ground be-

tween these two opposing re-

quirements, the Charter deals

cautiously with amendments,
making them dependent on a

number of safeguards. On the

one hand, the members of the

United Nations accepted that,

once an amendment had re-

ceived the necessary majority,

they would all abide by it. As a

corollary, a two-thirds majority

of the members is required.

However, this provision did not

satisfy the Big Powers which

have to bear the main respon-

sibility for the activities of the

United Nations — they did not

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want to accept any amendment
to which they had not given

their consent. Consequently, the

Charter provides that amend-
ments do not come into force

unless they have been formally

accepted by each and every one

of the Big Powers (United

States, Great Britain, France,

U. S. S. R., and China). The
drafters of the Charter were

aware of the general reluctance

to change such a basic document

as the Charter. They provided,

therefore, that if a special con-

ference for the purpose of re-

viewing the Charter had not

been held before the tenth an-

nual session of the General As-

sembly, the proposal to call such

a conference must be placed on

the agenda of that session and

a conference must be held if so

decided by a majority of the As-

sembly and by a vote of any

seven of the eleven members of

the Security Council, i. e., even

against the decision of some of

the Big Powers. However, the

decisions of the conference, if

held, would be subject to the

two-thirds majority require-

ments.

So far, no such a conference

has been called, although in-

formal proposals were made
from time to time. In previous

sessions of the Assembly cer-

tain preliminary preparations

for such a conference were de-

cided upon. During this session,

the question of calling a con-

ference was on the agenda and

provoked considerable debates.

Most of the members did not

feel that the present time or

even the near future would be

propitious for a thorough re-

vision of the Charter mainly be-

cause of the still extant basic

differences between East and

West. On the other hand, the

majority did not want to post-

pone decision on this basic point

because of the mandatory na-

ture of the above-cited Charter

provision and the lack of clarity

as to what the legal position

might be if the tenth Assembly
did not act on the question. Fin-
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ally, a compromise was reached.

The Assembly decided that a

review of the Charter in the

light of the experience gained

during its operation was desir-

able, but that it should be con-

ducted under auspicious inter-

national circumstances. Conse-

quently, the conference should

be held not at once and not at

a definite time but only at an

"appropriate" time. The As-

sembly also decided to appoint a

Committee representing all

members of the U. N. to con-

sider, in consultation with the

U. N. Secretary General, the

question of fixing a time and

place for the Conference and to

report its recommendations to

the twelfth session of the As-

sembly, meaning within two

years. But even this vague and

watered-down resolution was
adopted by a vote of only 43 in

favor, with six members (the

five Communist States and
Syria) voting against and 9 ab-

stentions. When the resolution

was adopted, the representa-

tives of the U. S. S. R. and

Czechoslovakia announced that

they would not participate in

any action aimed at revising the

Charter and take no part in the

discussions of the Committee.

Poland had made this announce-

ment in the debate preceding the

decision of the Assembly. The
announcement did not come as

a surprise because the Charter

gives the Soviet Union (as well

as the other Big Powers) the

right of veto in all important

decisions of the Security Coun
cil, a right of which she has

made ample use during the last

years. The U. S. S. R. is appar

ently unwilling even to discuss

the possibility of weakening her

veto position — which would be

the obvious subject-matter of

any discussion on the revision of

the Charter. This totally nega

tive attitude makes even the

convocation of the Conference

problematic.

For years admissions of new
members to the U. N. were sty

mied by the lack of agreement
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between the Big Powers on who
should or should not be admit-

ted. Various attempts were

made in the past years to rem-

edy the situation, but they all

failed because, under the Char-

ter, a State must be recom-

mended for membership by the

Security Council, and there any
of the Big Powers has the right

of veto. The U. S. S. R. insisted

on what has become known as a

"package deal," meaning the

simultaneous admission of all

applicants whether recommend-
ed by the West or East, or none.

During this session considerable

efforts were made to achieve a

solution of this problem. It was
felt that it would be impossible

to continue the deadlock indefi-

nitely and that, for the sake of

expanding the membership,

those recommended by the So-

viet Union should also be ad-

mitted. The proposal called for

the admission of 18 new mem-
bers: Ireland, Spain, Portugal,

Italy, Libya, Finland, Austria,

Jordan, Ceylon, Nepal, Laos,

Cambodia, and Japan, sponsored

by the West, and Albania, Hun-
gary, Rumania, Bulgara. and

Outer Mongolia, sponsored by

the East. Finally, the Assembly

voted, by a majority of 45

against two and 5 abstentions,

to recommend the admittance of

all eighteen nations. They must,

as said, be recommended by the

Security Council and there a

number of snags developed.

China was opposed to Outer

Mongolia and threatened to use

her right of veto. The Soviet

Union wished to proceed in such

BROTHER**^
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a way as to assure that, in the

process, others were not admitt-

ed while any of the five sponsor-

ed by her did not receive the

necessary number of votes or

were not vetoed. On December

13, after a lot of maneuvering,

the deal was rejected in the

Security Council: China vetoed

Outer Mongolia and the Soviet

Union the 13 applicants sponsor-

ed by the West. However, one

day later the Security Council

recommended all but Outer Mon-
golia and Japan, and the As-

sembly voted them in as mem-
bers of the United Nations.

The whole problem is of much
greater importance than expan-

sion of membership. First, there

is the basic question whether all

the new members meet the basic

requirements of the Charter, in

the first place the peace-loving

nature of the State and its ca-

pacity to fulfill the Charter ob-

ligations. But even if this is

accepted, the influx of the six-

teen States will change con-

siderably the balance of power.

Soviet bloc will not only increase

its numbers (it will almost dou-

ble it—at present it is represent-

ed by the U.S.S.R., Byelourussia,

Ukranise, Poland and Czecho-

slovakia) , but aiso its proportion-

ate share (9:76 instead of 5:60).

Second, the neutralist States (in

the main, the Asian-Arab bloc)

will increase their numbers by
six. The Soviet bloc together

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with the neutralists would be

able to block many actions in

the Assembly, particularly

where a two-thirds majority is

required. From the viewpoint

of Israel, the expansion is by no
means a welcome development.

It will result in a considerable

weakening of the position of the

Western Powers which until now
could use the General Assembly
to act when the Security Coun-

cil was stymied by Soviet vetoes.

Ths was clone, for instance, in

the case of the war in Korea —
something which contributed

signally to the maintenance of

peace in that part of the world.

Now that the package deal has

gone through, the United Na-
tions will be changed in many
respects. However, a world or-

ganization reflects of necessity

the situation in the world and

this is apparently what it has to

be.

A major part of the discus-

sions in the Assembly, one which

provoked the greatest disputes,

was devoted to the problem of

limitation of armaments, in par-

ticular the nuclear weapons. In

substance, there were two op-

posing proposals: The Western
plan called, as the first step,

for a system of warnings and
aerial inspections to prevent at-

tacks, while the Soviets pro-

posed a ban on nuclear weapons,
dismantling of overseas miltary

bases, and withdrawal alliance,

with no corresponding safe-

guards on the part of the Soviet

Union. The Political Committee
of the Assembly adopted a reso-

lution based on the Western pro-

posal but also incorporating some
of the Soviet suggestions, such

as ground inspection. The reso-

lution also calls for a resumption

of disarmament talks by the

United States, Great Britain,

France, Canada, and U. S. S. R.

;

it is expected that these discus-

sions will start in February.

The resolution came in at once

for an attack by the representa-

tive of the U. S. S. R. More
fruitful was the discussion on

the peaceful use of atomic

energy — it is probable that an

International Atomic Energy
Agency will be established to

further peaceful uses of this

kind of new energy.

Every year the problem of

Palestine comes up for discus-

sion in the General Assembly
in connection with the problem

of Arab refugees. This year,

owing to the particularly strain-

ed situation and the aggressive

diplomacy of the Arab States,

in part augmented by the de-

livery of Czechoslovak arms
and the resulting lesser depen-

dence on the West, the attacks

on Israel were particularly

severe. As usual, the whole

gamut of problems connected

with Israel was presented by the

Arabs and their sympathizers,

although all this was not directly

connected with the topic under

discussion. The U. N. Relief

and Work Agency for Palestine

Refugees, in existence since

1949, now provides relief for

835,986 Arab refugees, the total

number of those registered as

refugees being 905,986. They
are distributed as follows: 88,-

179 in Syria, 103,600 in Lebanon,

499,606 in Jordan (apparently,

includng the population in the

areas of the former Palestine

now incorporated into Jordan),

and 214,601 in the Gaza strip.

The Agency spends about thirty

million dollars per annum and

employs about 8.000 people

(almost all of them Arabs).

Owing to the intransigence of

the Arabs, integration in the

countries of residence is slow:

from 1950 to 1955 the number of

Arabs receiving rations from the

Agency dropped from 959,315

to 831,794. Only in Jordan have

the "refugees" been granted

citizenship.

A lot of firework was created

in the beginning of the session

by placing the question of the

situation in Algeria on the

agenda of the Assembly. France

walked out of the Assembly
and even threatened to leave the

United Nations altogether. It

took weeks before the First

Committee of the Assembly de-

bated the item and decided to
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recommend to the General As-
sembly not to consider it. The
Assembly so decided. Similarly,

the Assembly decided to post-

pone further consideration of

the situation in French Morocco.

For years the racial segrega-

tion policies of, and the treat-

ment of Indians by, South Africa

were on the agenda of the As-

sembly. South Africa boycotted

the U. N. Commission on the

Racial Situation and walked out

on November 10 in protest

against U. S. inquiries into her

racial policies. This action "con-

vinced" the Assembly that it

served no good purpose to con-

tinue discussing this matter.

South Africa won its point, al-

though the Assembly expressed

concern about the continuation

of the policy of racial segrega-

tion despite the Assembly's re-

quests to reconsider it. In the

second question (treatment of

Indians) the Assembly recom-

mended that the two countries

settle their differences through
direct negotiations.

Of the economic and financial

problems with which the As-
sembly was concerned the most
important was the question of

establishing an international

financial agency to expand the

economies of underdeveloped

countries — the International

Finance Corporation, which will

start operating when at least

thirty governments have sub-

scribed at least $75 million for

the initial capital. At present

the largest subscribers are the

United States with $35,168,000

and Great Britain with $14,000,-

000.

Little progress was made in

the question of drafting the

covenants on human rights. As
the World Jewish Congress had
pointed out to the members of

the General Assembly, this body
could not be expected to deal, in

the short time available, with

the many legal problems in-

volved. In fact, the Third Com-
mittee of the Assembly discuss-

ed, in addition to the Preamble,

only one item — the right of

people to self-determination —
one of the most controversial

questions involved. Considera-

tion of all the other problems

were postponed until the next

sesion. The Assembly adopted a

resolution consolidating technic-

al assistance in the promotion of

human rights, one of the three

proposals made some time ago

by the United States to serve,

in a sense, as a substitute for

the human rights convenants

which the United States had de-

cided not to support.

Before the session opened,

high hopes were pinned on a new
spirit — the continuance of the

relaxation which set in at the

summer meeting in Geneva of

the heads of the four major
governments. In the fall, at the

meeting of the Big Four Foreign

Ministers, little of the "Geneva
spirit" was evident and the ten-

sion was reflected in the As-

sembly. Small wonder that it

was not possible to achieve un-

animity in many basic issues.

Chestnuts and Prunes

Peel one pint of chestnuts and

skin, then boil until tender. Boil

one pint of prunes till tender.

Mix chestnuts and prunes to-

gether, leaving whatever sauce

there is on the prunes. Season

with sugar, cinnamon, and lem-

on juice, and cook all together.

Chestnuts and Raisins

Remove the outer shells from
one quart of chestnuts. Then
pour boiling water over them
and remove the skins; put in

cold water for half an hour, then

drain and put on in a boiler with

cold water and boil until tender.

Do not add any salt as it tough-

ens them.

In another boiler put one cup

of raisins which have been

stemmed and cleaned, cover

with cold water, add two bay
leaves and some stick cinnamon

;

boil until tender, then pour them
into the boiler containing the

chestnuts. Add a pinch of salt

and one teaspoon of butter and

continue until chestnuts are

done, then add two tablespoons

of white wine, two tablespoons

of sugar, one-half teaspoon of

vinegar and thicken with one

tablespoon of flour dissolved in

water. More sugar or vinegar

may be added to suit the taste.

Boil a few minutes, then serve.

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And now I shall touch on a

problem which I have been ad-

vised to defer. In the interests

of Zionist statesmanship, it

must not be deferred. The poli-

tician defers until the knife is

at his throat, and then, of

course, it is too late for solu-

tions.

ganized themselves into fac-

tions. This was reasonably war-

ranted when we were still en-

gaged in building Eretz Yisrael,

and when each Zionist party

sought to imprint its own an-

schaung on the national effort,

impose its own conception of the

ideal state. This no longer

makes sense today. The Zionist

parties have no voice in the

councils of the Government of

Israel, yet our entire structure

in the diaspora is based on their

existance. Nonetheless, this ob-

solete arrangement seems to

have become the primary char-

acteristic of the structure of

contemporary Zionism.

Such an incongruous state of

affairs is unwholesome in itself,

misrepresents the nature and

purpose of our movement, causes

dissipation o f vigor, and
wastefulness of energy without

the slightest logical justifica-

tion. Moreover, our replenish-

ment by young forces is discon-

certingly inadequate. The num-
ber of young and new faces

emerging in our movement does

not correspond in number to the

needs arising out of the circum-

stance that our active core is

aging. Manpower is an infinitely

more crucial issue than finan-

cial assets. Yet how we squander

the precious manpower at our

disposal! How we exhaust it on

petty disputations, the causes of

which none can recall three

months later!

If it is our purpose to address

ourselves to the whole Jewish

people, if we really wish to dem-
onstrate a new Zionism, we
must direct our efforts towards

the non-Zionists, many of whom
might also become good Zion-

ists. There are men of dynamic
personality, gifted leaders who
could be of incalculable benefit

to our cause, but refuse to be-

come identified and affiliated

as Zionists within the present

set-up because it necessitates

that they join parties and they
do not find Zionism attractive

as explicated in the policies of

the Zionist parties.

I do not advocate the abolition

of the party system! Such a

course of action would be ludi-

crously naive, at variance with
all accepted forms of democratic

parliamentary procedure, alto-

gether unfeasible, and definitely

not beneficial to our movement.
What I propose is an extension

of our structure rather than re-

placement of the old by the new.

The parties can serve a very
useful purpose. They exact a

strong loyalty from anyone who
seriously, and after study, sub-

scribes to specific ideological

tenets, and believes his party

to be right on all questions.

vaguely nebulous, instead of

ideologically defined.

My proposal, therefore, is

that the Zionist parties should

continue to exist, but they must
on no account be allowed to be-

come the be-all and end-all of

the movement, and its sole dis-

tinguishing feature. The answer
is — territorial Zionist federa-

tions to which affiliation should

be on an individual basis and to

which those organized in par-

ties would automatically be af-

filiated, through their parties.

Thus we would benefit from the

old structure without permitting

it to interfere with our growth.

This is a brief outline of some
of the crucial problems involv-

ing both the purposefulness and
anschaung of the Zionist move-
ment. I hope it will contribute

towards intensive and searching

discussion.

The fact that racial and

religious prejudice should, in

any form, exist in a great democ-

racy, is an incredible mockery

of the very word democracy. It

should be considered in the light

of a personal disgrace to every

citizen of that same democracy.

A disgrace as shocking and as

tragic as that of the discovery

that a near and dear member of

one's family has become a hard-

ened criminal. For prejudice is a

crime. It is a crime against the

democratic ideal, a crime against

the teachings of Christianity,

Judaism and the other great

religions, a crime against hu-

man decency and a crime against

just plain common sense. Fur-

thermore, it is a crime for which

every American citizen, directly

or indirectly, is responsible, if

not for its inception, at least for

the continuance of its presence

in our world today.

We are responsible because of

our apathy in side-stepping the

issue, because of our outmoded
give-it-time-it-will-cure-itself at-

titude, because of our kidding

ourselves with the preposterous

fable that it is a special problem

to be solved by the special per-

sons affected. The problem is

our problem, and, as long as

prejudice exists in our land, we
are the persons affected.

The solving of it must be

done by us all, each and every

man, woman and child of this

nation, of every walk of life

and of every race, creed or color.

It must be solved by our actions,

by our words and by our think-

ing. And if we and our children

are to survive as living crea-

tures worthy of the name of

human beings, it must be solved

not in a theoretical future, not

tomorrow, but now, this very

instant.

The period through which we
are passing is one which needs

some such concept as Brother-

hood Week to allay interfaith

friction and hostility.

Various controversies and cir-

cumstances have given rise to

tensions which are more than

ordinarily sharp.

The Supreme Court's decision

outlawing segregation in the

public schools has given rise to

a wave of emotion in many
parts of the United States. Some
non-Southern regions have be-

come aroused because the South

does not appear to be accepting

the ruling as readily as those

regions feel they should. The
South, for its part, tends to re-

sent criticism from "outsiders.''

Another conflict concerns the

State of Israel. Even the Jew-

ish people are split on this is-

sue, and feeling between cer-

tain groups of Jews is almost as

strong as between Jews and

Arabs. Here is a divisive force

which must not be permitted to

weaken the unity of the Ameri-

can people.

In each of these controversies,

and in others involving entirely

different questions, the spirit of

brotherhood is called for, and

those immediately concerned

should place national solidarity

above political, religious or re-

gional differences.

The American way is to al-

low all sides of every contro-

versy to be heard, and to arrive

fearlessly at honest conclusions,

but without undermining the

basic oneness of the nation.

The concept of brotherhood, so

heavily stressed during Broth-

erhood Week, should be em-
phasized throughout the entire

year, to the end that we Ameri-
cans may present a united front

to any perils that may confront

us from beyond the seas.

the lines of religious differences

and political boundaries to send

a young boy the source of much
needed medical aid.

Franklin Hubert Thomas, son

of Mr. and Mrs. William Thomas
of Axton, has suffered attacks

of asthma since infancy. In re-

cent months the 15-year old boy
has been subject to more fre-

quent and more severe attacks

and his recovery has been a

touch-and-go matter.

On Friday, December 16th

.

however, he left for the National

Jewish Hospital at Denver. The
hospital is a free, non-sectarian

medical center for victims of

tuberculosis and diseases of the

chest — the proper place for

Franklin to go since in the past

two years he has developed a

degenerative lung condition.

How Franklin got to the hos-

pital is a story of community co-

operation that refused to be

bound by difference in religious

belief or an estimated 1800 miles

of geography.

Franklin first came to the at-

tention of the Henry County
Welfare Department in 1940.

Since 1953, his case records have
shown a marked increase over

those of the previous 13 years,

giving ample proof of the in-

creasing seriousness of his ill-

ness. The past several years he

has spent most of the time in

and out of hospitals in Martins-

ville and Charlottesville.

Franklin first came to the at-

tention of the Heiner-Fusfeld

Lodge B'nai B'rith when he was
discharged from the Martinsville

General Hospital on September
8th. It was at that time that

Dan Green, president-elect of

the Virginia State B'nai B'rith

Association and a leader of the

Heiner-Fusfeld Lodge here, be-

gan to spearhead a movement to

have Franklin admitted to the

National Jewish Hospital in

Denver.

Telephone wires hummed and
special delivery mailmen hustled

as every effort was made to ex-

pedite Franklin's admission. On
November 12th, just when
things were moving smoothly,

Franklin was taken back to the

local hospital. By November 16

his condition was improved to

the point that Dan Greene and
Marty Kravitz, co-chairman

with George Black of the welfare

committee of the lodge, could

see the boy for information

about his clothing.

Franklin's permission to en-

ter the hospital came November
21st and the following day he
was discharged from the local

hospital. Everything was ready

for Franklin's departure with

one exception — notification

available. That all-important

notice came on December 12th.

Franklin knew he'd fly to Den-

ver, thanks to Henry County

Woman's Club which paid for

his transportation and guaran-

teed his return plane fare. And
he knew he'd be the best-dressed

young man on the plane for the

lodge, which will pay his month-

ly allowance for personal ex-

penses, had completely outfitted

him from toothbrush to new

overcoat.

It was clearly a case of people

wanting to helf others. Frank-

lin is a member of Axton Bap-

tist Church. Henry County Wo-
man's Club which paid his trans-

portation has no interest other

than wanting to help a sick boy

to get well.

As to how long he'll be in the

Denver hospital, no one knows.

But one thing is certain — he'll

be receiving specialized care and

he'll be able to continue his edu-

cation which he so desperately

wants.

For ex-

ample, if twelve out of eighteen

Jews told me that they believed

most Gentiles were anti-Semitic,

I felt safe in writing that a

great many American Jews suf-

fered from a sense of insecurity.

Nearly everyone I talked to

turned out to be heipful and co-

operative. At first, some people

were on their guard, cautious,

even suspicious. I could hardly

blame them. They didn't know
me

;
they didn't know what kind

of an article I was planning to

write. Even after I pursuaded

them that I was not interested

in doing a slick, superficial

treatment of the subject, I could

often sense a certain restraint.

Why should they contribute to

the writing of an article that

might do more harm than good ?

Why should they open their

hearts to a stranger who was
brash enough to want to put

down on paper what they them-

selves only dimly, even subcon-

sciously, thought and felt?

So there was the problem of

breaking the ice at almost every

interview. (It was always easier

if I could see people in the eve-

ning over a couple of highballs;

but this could not always be ar-

ranged.) And I soon discovered

that a nice, sharp Jewish joke

—

the kind that unperceptive Gen-

tiles might regard as anti-Semit-

ic — was often the most effec-

tive way of clearing the air for

some good, straight talk. Con-

sequently, as a byproduct of the

article, I now have a small an-

thology of Jewish stories that I

will probably treasure long after

my story has been filed and for-

gotten. And the stories have

given me an answer to those

who think that Jews can not

escape being neurotic: there is

nothing neurotic about people

who can poke fun at themselves

the way Jews do.

Obviously I did not confine

my research to interviewing

Jews. Just about everyone I saw
during the seven weeks of in-

vestigation had something to

contribute to the survey. Living

as I do in a community where
the country clubs are "restrict-

ed" and most real estate brokers

observe what is known as a

"gentleman's agreemen t," I

found plenty of source material

among my Gentile neighbors

and friends. And here, as else-

where, I discovered that people

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are not so much anti-Semitic as

they are hesitant to take the

lead in breaking down estab-

lished social patterns. So I was
not surprised when my Gentile

neighbors praised the article as

warmly as did my Jewish
friends.

I hardly need add that the as-

signment was the most exhaust-

ing I have ever undertaken. Not
only did I find it necessary to

make notes every day and al-

most every evening for several

weeks, but I continually had to

project myself emotionally in

order to grasp the point of view

of the Jews I interviewed. As a

white Protestant Anglo-Saxon,

I have never experienced the re-

ality of prejudice or discrimina-

tion ; I have never been made to

feel unwanted because of some

label I was born with. And once

you are able to project yourself,

as I did, then I think that the re-

ality comes as a greater shock

than it does to someone who has

had to live with it. Perhaps be-

cause of this experiment in self-

projection, I found my own atti-

tude towards the assignment

changing as I went along. I be-

gan the survey with the idea

that I was going to write about

Jews; but when I finally sat

down to do the story, I realized

that I was writing about Ameri-

cans.

I predicted that the last ves-

tiges of anti-Semitism in Ameri-

ca would probably vanish within

the next thirty years; I suspect

that this time lag would be re-

duced to seven weeks if every

Gentile had the opportunity to

make the kind of investigation

I was engaged in.

The response to the article

has been overwhelming. The
hundreds of letters that have

come to me personally as well as

to the magazine have broken all

reader records in the time I have

been associated with Look. As I

write this, the letters have not

ranged from favorable to enthu-

siastic. Roughly four out of five

came from Jews, and these were
almost 100 percent congratula-

tory. Of the remaining twenty
percent, about a quarter came
from anti-Semites; most of

these were vicious, semi-literate

and frequently unsigned. The
other letters from Gentiles usu-

ally expressed their appreciation

for an article that apparently

told them a lot of things they

didn't know about Jews.

I said that I made many
friends among the people I saw
in the course of this survey.

After rereading some of the let-

ters, I feel that I have made
others whom I have not even

met. One of the letters I remem-
ber was a short one. It came
from Brooklyn. All it said was,

"Dear Mr. Attwood: Thanks.

Moe Fishbein."

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What Results Has the Tenth Anniversary

Session of the United Nations General

Assembly Produced!

By Nehemiah Robinson

The tenth anniversary session

of the U. N. General Assembly
which opened on September 20

and was still in progress when
these lines were written, dealt,

as usual, with a variety of po-

litical, social, humanitarian, le-

gal, and financial problems.

Some of them were of world-

wide, others of more local, sig-

nificance, but all of them were
connected with the basic aims
of the United Nations — to fur-

ther international peace, secur-

ity, and the well-being of the na-

tions and their inhabitants.

Two problems fitted most the

anniversary nature of the As-

sembly: (a) the question of the

revision of the Charter of the

Organization, and (b) the ex-

pansion of its membership by
admission of a large number of

states whose applications had
been pending for quite some
time, but a decision had been

held up by East-West dissension

over who should and who should

not join the United Nations.

The Charter of the U. N.,

which was drafted in 1945, was
never intended to be petrified in

its provisions or wording. The
drafters were aware of the fact

that experience is the best test

of a document and that, after

some time has elapsed, some
changes may become necessary.

On the other hand, it was m the

basis of the existing wording
that the nations joined the Or-

ganization and pledged them-

selves to actions which repre-

sented considerable restrictions

on their freedom of action. It is

evident that whatever amend-
ments are finally adopted they

must be applicable to all mem-

bers of the Organization, mean-
ing that it could not be left to

the individual members to com-
ply with or disregard these

changes.

To find a middle ground be-

tween these two opposing re-

quirements, the Charter deals

cautiously with amendments,
making them dependent on a

number of safeguards. On the

one hand, the members of the

United Nations accepted that,

once an amendment had re-

ceived the necessary majority,

they would all abide by it. As a

corollary, a two-thirds majority

of the members is required.

However, this provision did not

satisfy the Big Powers which
have to bear the main respon-

sibility for the activities of the

United Nations — they did not

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want to accept any amendment
to which they had not given

their consent. Consequently, the

Charter provides that amend-
ments do not come into force

unless they have been formally

accepted by each and every one

of the Big Powers (United

States, Great Britain, France,

U. S. S. R., and China). The
drafters of the Charter were

aware of the general reluctance

to change such a basic document

as the Charter. They provided,

therefore, that if a special con-

ference for the purpose of re-

viewing the Charter had not

been held before the tenth an-

nual session of the General As-

sembly, the proposal to call such

a conference must be placed on

the agenda of that session and

a conference must be held if so

decided by a majority of the As-

sembly and by a vote of any

seven of the eleven members of

the Security Council, i. e., even

against the decision of some of

the Big Powers. However, the

decisions of the conference, if

held, would be subject to the

two-thirds majority require-

ments.

So far, no such a conference

has been called, although in-

formal proposals were made
from time to time. In previous

sessions of the Assembly cer-

tain preliminary preparations

for such a conference were de-

cided upon. During this session,

the question of calling a con-

ference was on the agenda and

provoked considerable debates.

Most of the members did not

feel that the present time or

even the near future would be

propitious for a thorough re-

vision of the Charter mainly be-

cause of the still extant basic

differences between East and

West. On the other hand, the

majority did not want to post-

pone decision on this basic point

because of the mandatory na-

ture of the above-cited Charter

provision and the lack of clarity

as to what the legal position

might be if the tenth Assembly
did not act on the question. Fin-

ally, a compromise was reached.

The Assembly decided that a

review of the Charter in the

light of the experience gained

during its operation was desir-

able, but that it should be con-

ducted under auspicious inter-

national circumstances. Conse-

quently, the conference should

be held not at once and not at

a definite time but only at an

"appropriate" time. The As-

sembly also decided to appoint a

Committee representing all

members of the U. N. to con-

sider, in consultation with the

U. N. Secretary General, the

question of fixing a time and

place for the Conference and to

report its recommendations to

the twelfth session of the As-

sembly, meaning within two

years. But even this vague and

watered-down resolution was
adopted by a vote of only 43 in

favor, with six members (the

five Communist States and
Syria) voting against and 9 ab-

stentions. When the resolution

was adopted, the representa-

tives of the U. S. S. R. and

Czechoslovakia announced that

they would not participate in

any action aimed at revising the

Charter and take no part in the

discussions of the Committee.

Poland had made this announce-

ment in the debate preceding the

decision of the Assembly. The
announcement did not come as

a surprise because the Charter

gives the Soviet Union (as well

as the other Big Powers) the

right of veto in all important

decisions of the Security Coun-

cil, a right of which she has

made ample use during the last

years. The U. S. S. R. is appar-

ently unwilling even to discuss

the possibility of weakening her

veto position — which would be

the obvious subject-matter of

any discussion on the revision of

the Charter. This totally nega-

tive attitude makes even the

convocation of the Conference

problematic.

Anent The Israel-Arab Situation

The Israel-Arab impasse is certainly no laughing matter

and yet we could not suppress a giggle when we recently read

the newspaper reports of a talk given by an attache of the Egyp-

tian Embassy in Washington, before the Greensboro Exchange
Club in January. The talk was given by M. Samir Ahmed, sec-

ond secretary and cultural attache for the Egyptian Embassy.

That portion of the story which aroused our risibility had to do
with a statement made by Mr. Ahmed. He said he believed that

the strained relations between the United States and Egypt had
come about through a lack of understanding, and a resulting

lack of sympathy of the Egyptian viewpoint in that country's

troubles with Israel. Most of the information to the American
public has come, he stated, from the Israeli slant on the prob-

lem, largely through a strong propaganda machine in this coun-
|! try-

If there is any weakness in the Israeli public relations in this

country, it is, as we have pointed out time after time, the in-

ability to match the propaganda of the Arab League. The rea-

}son is of course, obvious. Israel does not have the kind of money
inecessary to keep pace with the millions of dollars being spent

jby the Arab League. Any statement, such as that of Mr. Ahmed,
(that the Arabs are suffering from a "strong (Israeli) propa-

ganda machine," is of course, ludicrous.

Mr. Ahmed made another statement in his talk before the

I
Exchange Club which is, in our humble opinion, the real crux
;of the Israel-Arab difficulties. He stated that the Arabs object-

led to the "Western culture and traditions being brought into

their midst by the Jewish refugees (his characterizaion of the

Israelis), - - culture and tradition that are alien to the Middle
East."

We are not so sure that it is the Arab people that object to

introduction of Western culture, with its consequent vast im-

provement in standards of living. We can of course, understand
the objection of the effendis, for they see their cherished feud-

al system toppling over.

While on the subject of the Israel-Arab situation, it is inter-

esting to note what seems at first blush, to have been a rare co-

incidence which took place about six weeks ago. At that time,

an ad appeared in the large city newspapers sponsored by the

American Friends of the Middle East, Dorothy Thompson,
President. In this ad appeal was made to remove the Israel-

Arab issue from the next (United States) election campaign.
Strangely enough, only a day or two prior, this same suggestion

had been made by the United States Secretary of State John
Foster Dulles. The language in the ad, and in Mr. Dulles' sug-

gestion, was suspiciously similar.

Miss Thompson, at one time a professed friend of Israel,

has now completely reversed her position, and in so doing has

lost sight of all fairness and reason. In an address before a pro-

Arab group sometime ago, she made the statement that the

State of Israel was established entirely as a refuge and that at

the time "here was no country in the world where Jews were
persecuted.'

The hustle and bustle of daily living in this country unfor-

tunately does not allow too many to read between the lines of

things that are taking place. As a result, mass public opinion is

often uninformed. Too much cannot be done about this situa-

tion except for those of us, who are informed, to keep calling

attention to the behind-the-scenes activities, much of which are

fraught with danger.

A JundattientalPhilosophy

OfHuman Relations

COLONEL HAROLD RIEGELMAN

The following paper was delivered at a meeting of the Augusta,

Georgia Rotary Cluh, in the Hotel Richmond on January 24th, by

Col. Harold Riegelman, internationally respected authority on human
relations. The Editor.

A fundamental philosophy of

wlhuman relations—which is our

rr subject here—has been an in-

creasingly compelling subject
?

or centuries, and is becoming

more rather than less compell-

ing, as the population of the

world grows, distances shrink

and the minds of men are

brought into closer contact and
also into more irritating fric-

tions.

These developments are not

merely local, but national and,

indeed, global. There is no doubt

that people everywhere have

jeen profoundly affected and

perhaps confused by them. It is

wise to pause and take our bear-

ings.

There is a widely, if not uni-

versally, accepted principle that

all human beings possess in

common an inherent, basic qual-

ity of transcendant value and

mportance, and that obvious

differences among human be-

ings are less important than

that spiritual quality which

they have in common.
I should like to consider with

you the possibility that these

differences have created atti-

tudes and behavior which often
f

rustrate our own pursuit of

lappiness as well as spoil other

people's chance for happiness.

have the feeling that the

differences among us have at-

tracted so much of our atten-

tion that we are tempted to ig-

nore the basic denominator we
lave in common, and even act

sometimes as if it were not

there.

I should like to reverse the

field for the few moments we
shall be together, go back to

fundamentals, and see if we can-

not restore a measure of logic

and considerably more harmony
and good will in our relation-

ships with other human beings.

This inquiry would be utterly

futile for one whose true and in-

ner philosophy is that an athiest

who denies the existence of a

Supreme Power, or to an agnos-

tic who is so skeptical that the

existence of such a Power is no

factor in his thought and con-

duct, or to a Communist who ac-

cepts the State as the highest

value in life and the human be-

ing as the mere servant and

chattel of the State.

The article of faith on which

our thought and action must
rest is the Fatherhood of God
and the Brotherhood of Man.
This is the heritage of the

Judeo-Christian wellsprings of

our spiritual life. It is the moral

sanction invoked by the found-

ing fathers of this Republic. It

is the shining thread which runs

through the form and substance

of our political institutions.

No single definition of Di-

vinity is of the essence of our

American way of life. Each
man's idea of Divinity is condi-

tioned by early teachings, his

own practical and spiritual ex-

periences, and his own mental

and physical reaction to life.

The manner in which he in-

vokes Divine aid, guidance, ap-

proval, or absolution or makes
atonement is also not of the es-

sence of the American way. I do

not mean that either his idea of

Divinity or his form of worship

is not of great personal impor-

tance to him as an inner force

and motivation.

But in America there is no

imperative that all of us must
be motivated by precisely the

same idea of Divinity or the

same form of worship. Indeed,

the explicit denial of any such

imperative is indelibly written

into the very foundation of our

nation.

It is to this foundation that I

ask you to let your thoughts re-

turn and from which I suggest

we explore certain necessary im-

plications.

The first and most obvious of

these implications is that, while

adhering firmly each to his own
concept of Divinity and to his

own way of worship, we freely

and without reservation or re-

sentment, accord to all others

the reciprocal, unconditioned

right to define and worship Di-

vinity. It will not do to express

this accord only with our lips.

We must do so with out minds

and hearts.

For example, in our business,

personal and civic relations, as-

sociations and projects, do those

of us who are Protestants apply

the same criteria of honesty,

deportment, intelligence and
taste to our Catholic and Jewish

fellow townsmen that we apply

to those of the Protestant faith ?

Do those of us who are Cath-

olics or Jews deal with each oth-

er and with our Protestant

neighbors wholly according to

the same criteria?

It would seem to me that we
must do this both consciously

and unconsciously if we are to

live, and not merely profess, the

American spiritual and political

philosophy.

HAROLD RIEGELMAN

It is not a part of that philos-

ophy that we ignore religious

differences. On the contrary,

these differences are entitled to

recognition and respect because

they represent different strains

of soul-searching thought that

have come to us through cen-

turies of our civilization. They
represent differences in the

spiritual reactions of human be-

ings to the facts of life and dif-

ferences in their spiritual needs.

But these diferences, as each of

us knows from his own experi-

ence, in sharp contrast with

loose talk, vicious rumor and
distorted thinking, do not de-

termine the essential fineness

of the individual—the real Tom
or Dick or Harry, or Tom's,

Dick's or Harry's integrity,

friendliness, competence, intelli-

gence, patriotism or decency.

With respect to these personal

attributes, our appraisals and
preferences will always differ,

and they will always be natural

determinants in the selection of

those with whom we like to have
social and business relations.

But let us keep constantly be-

fore us that none of these attri-

butes is a peculiarity of the par-

ticular religious faith which the

man or woman embraces, nor

can they be so regarded consis-

tently with our belief in the

Fatherhood of God and the

Brotherhood of Man.

Now, there is another impli-

cation of the American philoso-

phy which is closely related to

this acceptance of and respect

for religious differences. It is

that these differences shall not,

March is still a good month
for soup, and many members of

the family are soup addicts.

Here are a few suggestions.

Mushroom and Barley Soup

To 1 quart of bouillon, add

pound of barley which has been

cooked in water until tender, 1

ounce of dried mushrooms thor-

oughly washed and cut in pieces,

1 diced onion, 1 diced carrot and

a bouquet made of a few sprigs

of parsley and dill wrapped
around 2 bay leaves and tied.

Cook slowly until the vegetables

are tender, and remove the bou-

quet. Add i/i cup of the meat
from which the bouillon was
made, cut in small pieces, serve.

Oxtail Soup

Wash 2 large oxtails and cut

into pieces. Cut 1 onion fine and
cook in 1 tablespoon of any meat
fat. When brown, add the ox-

tails, and let them brown. Then,

put the meat in a soup kettle

with 4 quarts of cold water, 1

tablespoon of salt, 1 tablespoon

of mixed herbs, 4 whole cloves,

4 peppercorns, and a few sprigs

of parsley. Simmer until the

meat is tender. Strain and re-

move all fat. Serve with a little

of the meat cut in small pieces,

and small pieces of cooked vege-

tables. Serves 10-12.

Green Pea Soup

Make soup stock as usual, but

add to it in addition to the other

vegetables, 1 pint of washed pea

pods. In a separate pan, melt 1

tablespoon of chicken fat. Add 2

cups of peas and 1 tablespoon

finely chopped parsley. Stir until

the peas are well coated. Add 1

cup of soup stock, cover, and

cook until the peas are tender.

Add 1 quart of strained stock,

and salt to taste. Two teaspoons

of sugar may be added if de-

sired. Add dumplings before

serving.

Chicken Gumbo Soup (Creole)

Melt 2 tablespoons of chicken

fat in a large soup kettle. Add 1

large chicken, cut up as for

stewing, and 1 slice of corned

beef, diced. Cover closely, and
simmer 10 minutes. Then add 1

small minced onion, 1 green pep-

per, chopped, and 1 sprig of

thyme or parsley, minced. Let

these brown with the meat for

a few minutes. Add 6 fresh or

li/2 cups of canned tomatoes and

4 okra pods, sliced. Stir well, add

3 quarts of boiling water, and

let simmer over a low fire for 2

hours. Remove chicken, add 1

cup of cooked rice, season to

taste with salt and pepper, and

serve in a tureen, if possible.

Serves 10.

Tchorba—Turkish Soup

Boil 1 pound of diced lamb in

1 quart of water until tender. In

another pan cook V2 teaspoon of

pepper in 1 quart of water until

tender. Stir in 1 quart of soup

stock, and bring to a boil. Stock

made with lamb makes a deli-

cious soup.

Dried Pea Soup

Soak 1 cup of well - washed

dried peas overnight in 3 cups of

water. Cook in the same water

until very soft. Meanwhile, cut 2

frankfurters in quarters and

cook them in 3 cups of strained

soup stock until tender. Remove
the frankfurters. Mash peas

through a sieve into the soup

stock. Skin the frankfurters,

and cut into neat strips, 1/8xVsx

14 inches long. Pour soup into

colorful cups, and place a spoon-

ful of the meat strips on each

portion.

If desired, omit the frankfur-

ters, and strain the peas into the

usual soup stock.

Lentil Soup (Linzen)

(1) Soak 2 cups of lentils

overnight in cold water to cover.

Drain and add to 1 diced onion

which has been browned in 2

tablespoons of fat. Stir over the

fire for 5 minutes and add 3

stalks of celery cut in small

pieces, 1 teaspoon salt, 14 tea-

spoon pepper, and 2 quarts of

hot water. Simmer slowly until

the lentils are tender. Mash
through a sieve, return to sauce-

pan, bring to a boil and serve.

(2) Make in the same way as

Dried Pea Soup. One cup of

strained tomatoes may be added.

Yes, it's a question that from
time to time comes tragically

home to people who neither have

the scientific direction of phy-

sicians or all the spiritual en-

lightenment that is supposed to

be in rabbis.

It was a rabbi who brought

up the question in the first

place, and I liked that. I have

frequently said here that rabbis

should be giving their minds

much more to the troubles of

the individuals in their congre-

gation.

You might say that Rabbi

Katz is the moderator at this

consultation, and this is how it

all began . . . The rabbi who
brought the question up had

been approached by a troubled

member—a Mr. J— of his con-

gregation who said, "Rabbi, do

you think I did right in not tell-

ing my mother that she is dying

of cancer?"

The rabbi wasn't quite sure

what to tell Mr. J . . . "What to

do in a situation like this?" he

asked. "It does seem to touch on

religious ethics, since he asked

me if he had done the right

thing."

To get some answer, maybe,

Rabbi Katz brought the rabbis

and the doctors together in the

Journal, and here is what they

said

:

Dr. Weiss: "My own feeling

is that the vast majority of pa-

tients do not really wish to know
that they have cancer, although

they may protest that they

must know because their affairs

must be put in order, or for

many other reasons. I feel that

reassurance and hope, with

something, even minimal, to

look forward to, is perhaps bet-

ter for most people than a

gloomy outlook and a fatal prog-

nosis.

those with faith, who can take
the diagnosis of cancer with a
degree of resignation, humble-
ness and understanding.

Rabbi Gerber: "If the patient

Dr. Lederer in his reply lays

Mr. J out on the psychiatric

couch as one to be looked into.

The psychiatrist says of him,

"Mr. J's whole emotional invest-

ment in his relationship to his

mother may be quite intense

and contain elements of depend-

ent yearnings for his mother's

attention, anger over her im-
pending desertion through dy-

ing, guilt over such anger, guilt

over her being ill, anxiety over

the impending separation. It is

not unlikely that his appealing

to the rabbi is a request for a

father-surrogate to console, at-

tend to, reassure, strengthen

and love him now that his moth-

er is slipping away ... If the

rabbi can respond as a mature
man sensing these needs, he

could best help Mr. J by hearing

him and not answering Mr. J's

question."

Rabbi Minda: "In this partic-

ular instance, we have a woman
70 years of age. Even if told of

Smith Bros. Flooring Co.

some, perhaps, her condition, she would prob-
ably have little to do to set her
'house in order.' To give her this

information would do little good.
In most cases (even when cancer
is suspected by the patient)

there is the hope that with
treatment and God's help they
can 'beat it.' One should, there-

fore, think twice before destroy-

ing this last vestige of hope and
the fighting spirit that results

from it.

"I do not think we ought to be
too free in passing death sen-

tences on seriously sick patients.

In some cases, doctors them-
selves admit that they are hap-

pily disappointed in their predic-

tions.

"It all adds up to this : Who is

your patient; what is his tem-
perament

; what are the circum-

stances that might make the

imparting of this infromation

imperative?"

So the consultation ends and,

as for myself, I hope Mr. J never

did tell his mother that she had
cancer, and I'm sure he didn't. I

feel privileged in that I am total-

ly ignorant of psychiatry, ex-

cept for some of its vocabulary,

So I can think of Mr. J as a very
fine guy, indeed ... a sensitive

person in whose heart and hand
there is no hurt ... a good Jew-
ish man worthy of the rabbi's

care.

A Fundamental Philosophy of
Human Relations

through any act of ours, be or

become an obstacle to the devel-

opment of the highest level of

intellectual, economic and politi-

cal accomplishment of which

any individual is capable. The
explicit American principle that

all men are created equal means
that all men, regardless of their

religious faith, shall have equal

opportunity to learn, earn and

to enjoy those intangible re-

wards to which his character

and abilities entitle him. Secu-

lar schools should not shut their

doors nor employment in any

work be denied nor recognition

of achievement be withheld

from any man because of his

religious faith. To do otherwise

cannot be resolved with funda-

mental American philosophy.

These two implications are

really one because there is little

sense in standing up for free-

dom of worship, and then clos-

ing the door of opportunity to

those who exercise that freedom

in a way different from our

own.

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r I should like to pause at this

point to consider the practicabil-

ity of the two implications we
have been discussing. For over

a quarter century the National

Conference of Christians and

Jews has been exploring this

very question and has found

that the implications are practi-

cable in any community in

which the leaders are truly com-

mitted to those implications

and truly dedicated to the culti-

vation of the seeds of interrelig-

ious understanding and to the

sterilization of the seeds of big-

otry and prejudice.

In 300 cities throughout the

country where the National Con-

ference has chapters, and in

other communities where like-

minded people are active, a

strong and positive climate of

good will insures the security of

all men in accordance with their

own consciences to define and

worship God in freedom, peace

and dignity.

In this the importance of edu-

cation cannot be overstressed.

The best school is, of course, the

home and the family. Where
children are taught by the pre-

cept and example of their elders

to recognize and respect differ-

ences, they take to it quite nat-

urally. But more formal and or-

ganized effort is also desirable.

And this finds expression

through Rotary and similar

clubs, veterans' organizations,

labor unions, parents' associa-

tions and various panel discus-

sions and seminars which ex-

plore frankly all aspects of the

problem. Most helpful of all is

local insistence that all major

denominations be represented in

all movements for a better com-

munity life. There is nothing

like sharing a common effort

toward a common benefit as a

means of demonstrating the

lack of substance of most of the

differences which keep folks

apart.

I have laid primary emphasis

upon the fact that religious dif-

ferences are not a barrier in the

field of human relations. I re-

mind you that this must follow

from a true acceptance of the

Fatherhood of God and the

Brotherhood of Man.

But these are not the only im-

plications of that basic philoso-

phy, though perhaps they are

the less difficult fully to accept.

I submit to you that the same
principle applies to differences

in places of origin and race. If

we agree in the faith that all are

the children of God we cannot

disagree in the faith that those

who live in or come from New
York, Asia, or Africa are any

less His children than those who
live in or come from Virginia,

Europe, or South America. Sure-

ly there are and will be tempo-

rary differences among people

in skills, education, amenities

and customs, depending upon

opportunity and circumstance.

And these in individual cases

may be immediate obstacles to

free and congenial community
and individual relations. But
that need not, must not obscure

the basic concept of the Divine

imprint which inheres in every

human being, his right to be re-

spected and his right and need

to respect himself as a human
being, and therefore his right to

free and equal opportunity to

learn, earn and to develop and

use the ability, small or great,

with which his Maker has en-

dowed him.

Again I say that while local

usage and long custom may
make the acceptance of this im-

plication slower and more grad-

ual than the accomplishment of

interreligious harmony, we can-

not consistently with our spirit-

ual or political heritage, close

our minds or set our faces

against an ultimate and, I hope,

early willingness to evaluate

every individual on the basis of

his merit, and to encourage him
in ways of his own choosing to

achieve what merit he can, re-

gardless of his place of origin

or color.

The problems we have been

discussing are not southern or

northern problems, white or Ne-

gro problems, Protestant, Cath-
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olic or Jewish problems. They
are American problems.

Moreover, they are not merely
moral problems. They are also

problems of national security.

The history of Nazism, and
the more recent history of Com-
munism, have demonstrated to

us that one of the greatest

weaknesses of our free way of

life is the gap between our

American principles of equality

and our actual practices.

This gap is not as large as it

is often painted by our detrac-

tors abroad and, for the most
part, it is becoming smaller

every day. But the gap is there.

This is the gap through which
the Communists and the Fas-

cists can enter with all the in-

struments of demagogic disrup-

tion.

Today Communism is direct-

ing the full weight of its vast

propaganda machine against

real and alleged examples of in-

justice in America. To the ex-

tent that these human relations

problems exist, they are not only

a moral liability to America,

they are a political liability in

the cold war, and can become a

military liability in a hot war.

If we are to win the world-

wide struggle in which we are

now engaged — if we are to

emerge victorious in the battle

for men's minds all over the

globe — we must present to

mankind the example of a na-

tion which not only proclaims

the proposition that all men are

entitled to equal opportunities,

but also demonstrate that these

concepts are a living reality in

the lives and action of our peo-

ple.

The peril we face is not from
without, but within. It is the

peril of division and disunity, of

Catholic against Protestant or

Jew, Protestant against Catho-

lic or Jew, Jew against Protes-

tant or Catholic, white against

black, native born against nat-

uralized Americans, and those

of one ancestry against those of

other ancestries.

And as long as this peril ex-

ists, it can be fanned accidental-

ly by circumstance or deliber-

ately by the forces of hate, to

dangerous proportions. As long

as it exists, our benign differ-

ences can become cracks, fis-

sures and ultimately chasms in

our body politic which weaken
our moral fibre and material

strength to a point where we
may fall easy prey to subver-

sion and defeat.

The stakes we play for are

moral stakes. But in this shrink-

ing, sensitive, troubled world of

ours which watches us closely

and critically, where every de-

parture from our traditional hu-

manity becomes a new weapon

in the arsenal of our enemies,

we owe it to our salvation to

find ever newer and more real-

istic ways to exemplify our

basic faith in the Fatherhood of

God and the Brotherhood of

Man.
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Sandbags around the nurspry to tuck Junior
ut of sniper's range . . . The door of the un-
lerground shelter always open so Mom and
he kids can take cover in a hurry ... A
eighbor standing guard while Dad gets the
•loughing done. . .

That's life today in Israel's two hundred
nd fifty frontier settlements as Jewish
ioneers keep building the Middle East's only
emocracy.

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Moses - Symbol of Humility and Devotion

Although Moses possesses ten different names, yet, when
God addressed himself to him, He chose the name of Moses.

The origin of the name gives us a clue to the reason for God's
preference for that name. The name, Moses, is derived from
the text of the Bible: which means "From the water I have
taken him out."

There are many people whose beginnings are humble, and
later on in life when they attain a position of prominence,
they are apt to forget that period of their lives which was
marked by poverty and want. The result of such wilful for-

getfulness is that many of the more fortunate are devoid of

sympathy for those who are less fortunate.

Moses' beginnings were humble. On the banks of the river

Nile wrhere his very life seemed to be in peril was his starting off

point. Later, when he arrived at the greatst possible heights

of power and position, he did not for one moment forget that

stage of his life when he was not so fortunate. The result of

that recollection was manifested in the deep love and affection

that Moses held for all the people.

From time immemorial, the basic policy of Judaism, as

enunciated also by the great prophets who succeeded Moses has
been humility. Our sages are trying to discover the basic com-
mandments upon which Judaism is based. One wise man said

that the prophet, Micah, had found the answer to this perplex-
ing problem when he stated: "It hath been told Thee, O man.
what is good, and what the Lord doth require of thee: Only
to do justly, and to love mercy, and to walk humbly with thy
God."

Moses was one of those exceptional human beings who de-

rived satisfaction from serving others. The suffering and criti-

cism that he had to endure from those who wished to destroy
everything that he set out to do did not deter him from his

exalted purpose.

The Bible tells us: "And Moses was a very humble man."
Having been brought up in the palace of the Pharaoh, it would
have been very easy for him to succumb to his luxurious sur-

roundings. What difference would it make to him that his

fellow Jews were enduring the hardships of slavery as long as

he was free to enjoy the comforts of life? We find, nevertheless,

that Moses was made of a different nature. For even the suf-

fering of a little lamb affected him very deeply.

The Bible gives us a penetrating insight into the character

of Moses. In Exodus, Chapter III, we are told that Moses
was keeping the flock of Jethro, his father-in-law, the priest

of Midian; and that he led the flock to the farthest end of the

wilderness, and came to the mountain of God into Horeb.

The Sages in commenting upon this verse, point out that

the Almighty never confers upon a man the exalted position

of leadership unless he has first been tested with respect to

things which seem minor and insignificant. While feeding

the flocks of Jethro, they tell us, Moses saw a little lamb escap-

ing from the flock. He followed it to a brook, where he found it

quenching its thirst. "Had I known that you were thirsty, I

would have taken you in my arms, and carried you here," he
said. "As you live," a heavenly voice resounded, "you are fit

to shepherd Israel."

All during the time that he led Israel from bondage in

Egypt to the wilderness, Moses exhibited an attitude of modesty

and self-sacrifice for the children of Israel. Not that he was

prepared to overlook ideals and justice in order to curry the

favor of his constituents. He often disagreed with the policy

of some of his people in order to attain his goal. He earned

the enmity of certain elements within the Jewish fold who
sought arguments and attempted to foment disputes for con-

flict's sake alone. Wherever the basic elements of his people

were involved, however, he sought no personal advancement.

Neither was his position utilized for self-aggrandizement.

On Friday nights, we recite in the hymn, "Yigdal"— There
has not arisen another prophet like Moses." He has endeared

himself to God and the Jewish people because of his dedication

to the needs and the interests of his flock.

Thus Moses has earned the title as the greatest of all the

prophets. We need today men and women of similar character

who will utilize the confidence reposed in them for the welfare

of the people they serve. A leader sincerely interested in im-

proving the status of his followers will not abandon his ideals

in order to obtain the temporary approval of partisan elements.

He must set his goal before him and strive to approach it

regardless of the many obstacles and discouraging factors that

stand in the way. Our congregations must remain ever united

behind our leaders. Criticism is often necessary, but its ulti-

mate design must be c onstructive. As followers of the traditions

of the Torah, it remains our duty to work ever-increasingly

lor the glorification of God's word in our midst, through hu-

mility and self-sacrifice.

Clear Thinking Needed

Before the impasse between Israel and the Arabs became
acute, everyone knew what was meant when anti-Semitism was
mentioned. Now it is a qustion if the term really means what

it implies. The reason for this may be found in the fact that

some have discovered for the first time that Arabs, as well as

Jews, are Semites. Therefore, it would seem to be necessary

to use the term anti Jewish to connote correctly what hereto-

fore had been regarded as anti-Semitism.

There is too, a confusion brought about by he fact that in

no sense can the designation Jew be considered as synonymous

In Our Apartment House

Some of us seem to think that

the term "assimilation'' is of

awful meaning to the destiny of

us Jews in America. They be-

lieve that assimilation means

being swallowed up and digest-

ed, and finally to disappear as

Jews altogether. Others, almost

prayerfully, believe it can never

happen to us.

I come to this subject by rea-

son of somethng I've just been

reading in the Jewish Frontier,

a publication that is of my
monthly appreciation. In the

past month's' Frontier, is an ar-

ticle "A Jewish View of Amer-
ica," Mr. Ben Halpern is saying:

"The Jews (unless converted to

Christianity) belong with the

Negroes or the Orientals as

among the most "unassimil-

able" groups in America. And
since 'Americanism' does imply

the blurring of group lines

brought over from abroad, the

Jews to this extent, at least,

share far less than others in the

American Way of Life ... The
most important thing to know
about American Jewish sociol-

ogy is that we belong with the

Negroes, more than any other

group, as the ultimately unas-

similable elements of American

society. Because this is so well

and painfully known to us, is

undoubtedly the reason why
American Jewish intellectuals

are so prolific in concocting the-

ories that make room for Jews

as equal and authentic partners

in the American Way of Life."

Mr. Halpern says this in a re-

view of Will Herberg's book,

'"'Protestant-Catholic Jew." (The

editors of the Jewish Frontier in

a footnote take pains to point

out that Mr. Halpern's "discus-

sion, like all signed articles in

the Jewish Frontier, represents

the view of the author and not

of the editorial board.")

It appears Herberg and Hal-

pern fall out on the matter of

Jews being a real part of Ameri-

can life. Halpern says: "Her-

berg's new book represents a

repitition ... of the optical il-

lusion ... of the Judeo-Christian

label."

But, oh, Mr Halpern, I don't

feel at all as rejected as the Ne-

groes who are made to take re-

jection because they are made
visually different by the way
their skin is colored. I myself

feel thoroughly assimilated, but

not swallowed up. I am no less

Jewish for feeling assimilated in

the American way of life.

What does it mean to be as-

similated? To me it means about

the same as living in the apart-

ment house (it contains 132

apartments) in which I reside.

We don't all accept each other

socially or religiously. There is

a large variety of small groups

that socially mix. There are

Christians as well as Jews in the

house.

Yet we all can feel assimilat-

ed as people under one roof,

with the common interest of

keeping the house good and be-

ing friendly with one another.

Many a morning I am happy to

pick up in my a car a neighbor

who is Catholic—a young lady

on the way to her office. Down-
town, I leave her off at St. Xa-

vier's Church where each morn-

ing she stops to kneel and pray.

I respect her even the more on

that account.

Under this roof all of us like

George, the Negro maintenance

man, and we look up to his skill

and his gentle manners. We in-

quire about his family and re-

member them on the holidays.

We don't feel apart at all from

George who is one of us in our

dedication to keep the house

good.

Not that I like everybody in

the house, nor do I know every-

body there, but we know each

other as equal and authentic

partners, as co-tenants who
want the roof kept safe over our

heads, the elevators running

regularly up and down, the heat

on full when we need it.

Isn't it about the same out in

the world as in our apartment

house? What Jew can't feel him-

self assimilated in the good and

ill of the common life; toward

the same purpose as our lives in

our apartment house? I myself

don't feel rejected at all.

In our town, as in most oth-

ers, Jews have a goodly part in

the American way of life, in the

social agencies, in politics, in the

biennial contest to keep good

municipal government going, in

the cultural institutions, in edu-

cation and, of course, in busi-

ness.

Yes, in all such ways we are

assimilated, and what else is to

be required of assimilation? Of

course, we are not accepted for

assimilation in non-Jewish coun-

try clubs, but only a selected

few even of non-Jews get into

these clubs. And what do you

know? Not all Jews ... in fact

only a handful . . . are accepted

in Jewish country clubs. But

who minds that? Social assimi-

lation always has been selective

and always will be. It's in the

human breed.

We are assimilated as any

of the accepted people along the

American way. Of course, on

the American way, it is the hap-

Race in the Judeo-

Christian Tradition
By SAMUEL NEWMAN, M. D., D. H. L.

George Thomas, head of

the Department of Religion at

Princeton University, in his re-

cently published book, Christian

Ethics and Moral Philosophy,

says this about man

:

"Man is a rational being, but

his reason is more distorted by

prejudice and more easily over-

come by passion than modern

men have ben willing to admit.

He is a spiritual being . . . but

he is also a selfish and sensual

being. He is a being whose nat-

ural impulses often seem to lead

him spontaneously toward good-

ness—but he also suffers from

the most irresponsible and de-

structive egoism. In short, man
is a complex being."

Without outside influence man
is unable to integrate his capaci-

ties into a well functioning or-

ganism and harmonize his own
individuality with his fellow

man.

Unlike the Greek view of his-

tory as a series of cyclic move-

ments returning upon them-

selves, the Hebraic view is that

history is a real succession of

particular events in which are to

be discerned stages in the work-

ing out of an unfolding divine

plan and purpose: the establish-

ment of the Kingdom of God on

earth. That goal is to be attain-

ed through cultivation and exer-

cise of virtues which are inte-

gral to the religious scheme of

things, such as good will, friend-

liness, love, idealism, altruism,

faith, hope, charity, humility,

and self-sacrifice.

Secular moral philosophies are

not adequate to guide human
destinies or to extricate us from

the predicament in which our

age finds itself. In the 19th cen-

tury science was looked upon as

the savior of mankind, but men
are now asking, why is the age,

when the authority of science is

so triumphant, a time of confu-

sion and discouragement? The
gains of science in the area of

material advancement have not

realized the golden promise that

it will achieve happiness for

man. Its great gains are being

lost in a welter of materialism

and despair. Man, who should be

lord of creation, is being master-

ed by matter. Science, hailed in

the past generation as a guide to

lead us out of the tyranny and

superstition of the past has not

satisfied the deeper and spirit-

ual hungers of man.

In our efforts as a people to

preserve the American way of

life a conviction is growing that

it requires the underpinning of

moral and religious values and

that those values may help us to

solve grave problems in the so-

cial and civil order.

The recent ruling of the Su-

preme Court of the United

States invalidating the doctrine

of "separate and equal" precipi-

tated a problem in race rela-

tions which can be solved best in

the light of the. imperatives of

our common Hebrew-Christian

tradition.

There are no explicit texts on

the Old or New Testament con-

cerning the question of race.

However, there are many texts

from which we can reasonably

infer that race can in no way
constitute a basis for division or

grouping of human beings.

"You must not injure or mal-

treat an alien among you, for

you were aliens yourselves in

the land of Egypt."—Ex. 22:21.

"If an alien settles beside you

in your land, you must not in-

jure him; the alien who settles

beside you shall be treated like

a native, and you must love him
as you love yourself; for you
were aliens yourselves in the

land of Egypt; I am the Eternal

your God."—Lev. 19:33-34.

"He secures justice for the or-

phan and the widow, and he

loves an alien, giving him food

and clothing. Love the alien,

then : for once you were aliens

yourselves in the land of Egypt."

—Deut. 10:18-19.

"You must never tamper in

court with the rights of a resi-

dent alien or an orphan or a wid-

ow, nor take a widow's raiment

in pledge for her debt; remem-
ber you were once a slave your-

self in the land of Egypt, and the

Eternal your God rescued you

from it; therfore I lay this

command on you."—Deut. 24:17.

Since rules of justice and

equality apply with equal force

to both strangers and homeborn,

they surely apply with no lesser

force to persons who are citizens

of the same country.

The idea of the unity of the

human race is basic to Judeo-

Christianity. "Have we not all

one Father? hath not one God

created us?" axclaimed the

prophet Malachi. On Mars' hill

in Athens Paul exclaimed, "And

hath made of one blood all na-

tions of men for to dwell on all

the face of the earth."

In honor of the 75th birth-

day of the renowned composer,

Ernest Bloch, his great religious

work, "The Sacred Service," will

be performed by the Greensboro

Oratorio Society conducted by

Mr. Donald Trexler and assisted

by members of the Winston-Sa-

lem Symphony Orchestra. Also

included on the program will be

some of Bloch's outstanding

compositions for violin perform-

ed by the young artist, Mr. Lutz

Mayer.

At the age of 75 Ernest Bloch

is hailed by the public and crit-

ics alike as one of the great

music masters of our time. He is

one of the few composers who
has kept his fingers on the pulse

of contemporary civilization. His

music embodies a spiritual qual-

ity which is timeless. He sings

of a great faith in the ultimate

destiny of mankind.

In recognition of the universal

quality of Bloch's music and the

position he holds among his mu-
sic contemporaries, he was hon-

ored by receiving two New York
music critics' Circle Awards in

1953.

The scope of his knowledge is

amazing. Music, of course, but

also literature, politics, science,

medicine, and other fields con-

cern his creative mind. He has

insight into the burning prob-

lems of our time that is prophet-

ic in its logic, humanity, and

justice.

In recent years there has been

mounting evidence of the ac-

ceptance of his music by the

public. His music is being play-

ed by practically all the major

orchestras of Europe and Amer-
ica. More than 20 of his works

have been recorded.

In addition, there have been

numerous festivals in honor of

the greatness of the man and

his music.

In 1952 the British Broadcast-

ing Company presented weekly

programs of Bloch's music from
London. In 1950, in Chicago,

there was a six-day festival of

his works in celebration of his

70th birth year.

Bloch now lives in Oregon, a

state which reminds him of his

Swiss birth place. In a home sur-

rounded by a rocky shore, the

pounding surf and distant peaks

this man continues creating mu-
sic from a vigorous, fertile mind.

In the "Sacred Service," the

work to be performed in Greens-

boro, Bloch has captured the

majesty and grandeur of He-

brew liturgical prayer, and

clothed it with music of thrilling

beauty. It is infused with He-

brew sentiment and emotion, yet

understandable to all who listen

to it. A deeply-felt religious

emotion can be understood by

all cultures. For this reason,

"The Sacred Service" is religi-

ous music which may have uni-

versal appeal.

Dignitaries and organizations

throughout the state have been

invited to attend this festival of

music, the second annual festi-

val of music sponsored by the

Sidney J. Stern B'nai B'rith

Lodge.

Haym Solomon---
The Jew of 1781

Prior to Hitler's seizure of

power, certain organizations

were about to go out of busi-

ness. But officialdom is loathe

to forego honors to the same
degree as beaurocrats refuse to

part with salaries. The Federa-

tion of Polish Jews hit upon a

project: a monument to Haym
Solomon. A paper committee of

top Christian names sponsored

the movement. A propaganda
was let loose to popularize the

idea before asking for contribu-

tions.

It was quite laudable to take

pride in the patriotic services of

a fellow Polish Jew, whom an
ungrateful government had
overlooked. The story even had
pathos. Haym Solomon died at

45 and left his wife and chil-

dren penniless. And yet his bank
account showed checks in sev-

eral hundred thousand dollars

paid to the government treas-

ury. For over a century his de-

scendants had petitioned Con-
gress for a return of the money
which had helped Washington
to achieve independence. But
nothing was ever done. A monu-
ment seemed a small tribute to

the memory of one who gave his

entire fortune so that freedom
would prevail.

The monument project reach-
ed Max J. Kohler, vice-president

of the American Jewish His-

torical Society. It seemed odd to

a cautious lawyer that generous
Uncle Sam would refuse to hon-
or a just obligation. The detach-

ed historian directed a research

job into the Revolutionary era.

Born 1740 in Lissa, a small Pol-

ish town, how came he to ac-

quire a speaking knowledge of

French, Italian, German, Dutch,

and even Polish? In the closed

Ghetto world of the 18th cen-

tury, Central and East Euro-

pean Jews spoke Yiddish exclu-

sively
; some knew a smattering

of Hebrew from the prayer

book or study chapel. There was
little enough contact with Chris-

tians when Chassidism sprung
up as if by magic and closed

Jewish life in Poland, not only

to the Gentile environment, but

even to Jews outside the charm-
ed circle of Israel Baal Shem
Tov, who was in his prime when
Haym Solomon left in 1772 for

America. What did a Polish Jew,

sunk in the stupor of medieval

Chassidic fanaticism, know of

New York, or how to get there?

More surprising was his west-

ern weltanshauung, his patriotic

fervor for freedom. He sensed

the importance of the coming
struggle and threw in his lot

with the Sons of Liberty, the

underground of colonial patriots

—quite in contrast with the

merchant class, largely loyal to

wealthy England just rising to

commerical - industrial preemi-

nence. Solomon was arrested

and released when found useful

as interpreter for British offi-

cers with the Hessian mercen-

aries. Evidently doing a job

for the underground, especially

among the Hessians, who began

to desert the English, he is re-

arrested, charged with treason,

and court-martialed to be hang-

ed. He escaped, probably with

the help of Minutemen and fled

to Philadelphia. Strange doings

for a husband, father, and mer-

chant worth $30,000, equivalent

to a quarter-million in our day.

His marriage would indicate

an unusual, if not a superior

person. At 36 the former Chas-

sicl married young Rachel

Franks of the most influential

Jewish family in all the Colo-

nies. Her beautiful and witty

cousin, the Tory belle, Rebecca

Franks, charmed the British in

her Philadelphia home, married

an officer, and subsequently be-

came Lady Rebecca Johnson.

Her brother, Col. Isaac Franks,

was on the staff of General

Washington. Considering the

gap between German and Polish

Jews that continued almost to

our own day, it is surprising

that a born American would

marry a "greenhorn" with a

thick accent.

Haym Solomon came to Phil-

adelphia penniless, the Britsh

having confiscated his property

in New York. But in the Capital

of the nation there were busi-

ness and speculative opportuni-

ties for a trader with an active

mind. Prices fluctuated hourly

on rumors of a boat getting

through the British blockade.

Merchants gambled on the pros-

pects of privateers hauling in

captured cargos. Solomon soon

got on his feet. He gave gener-

ous handouts to wounded or dis-

tressed soldiers, and donated a

fourth of the cost for building

the Mikveh Israel Synagogue.

We have no evidence that

would establish Haym Solomon

as the Financier of the Revolu-

tion. There is, however, positive

proof that he was "Broker to

the Office of Finance" of the

Continental Congress. He also

advertised as "Broker to the

French Consul General and the

Treasurer of the French Army."

Survey Shows Kosher Meats are

Just As (heap As Non-Kosher

"Why are Kosher meat prices

higher than those charged for

non-kosher counterparts?" The
whys and wherefors of kosher

meat prices have been the sub-

ject of much controversy in the

past decade: as a result many
studies have been made to ar-

rive at a better understanding

of the problem.

One such study reaches the

conclusion that there is no dif-

ference between the prices of

kosher and non-kosher meats

even though a gap does exist

between the two as far as quot-

ed prices are concerned.

Prior to discussing actual

tests, several facts should be

analyzed. First, among meat
dealers, there are a great va-

riety of cutting methods, which
in themselves hold a slight bear-

ing on resultant prices; in ad-

dition, many different qualities

of meats are consumed by the

public, and this factor further

restricts the survey. In order to

obtain a clearer picture, it was
necessary to limit the test to

those firms dealing with similar

quality products, so the percent-

ages and statements set forth

from this survey must be limit-

ed to U. S. Dept. of Agriculture

graded Prime and Choice meats.

Meat prices are governed by
the law of supply and demand.

It is understandable that those

cuts which are in greater de-

mand, whether they be kosher

or non-kosher, will be higher

priced than those which are

plentiful, or those which are

less tasty. Further limitations

are placed on the supply for

those interested in purchasing

only kosher meats, in that they

may consume only the foreparts

of the three cud-chewing, split-

hooved bovines. Finally, kosher

meats must be eaten within

three days of the animals'

slaughter. Rules of Kashrut
permit the washing and further

use of left-over meat for three

more periods of three days each,

or a total of nine days. How-
ever, even nine days is not a

long period for wholesalers to

keep meats in their coolers.

Where a kosher dealer has a

limited supply, a non-kosher

dealer can enter the slaughter-

house on days of plenty and of-

fer a low bid for full stocks of

meat. Thus, from the start of

the marketing channel the kosh-

er daler has less bargaining pow-
er, and must pay top prices for

his products. A perfect example

is the increased cost of whole-

sale kosher meats during the

days of Lent. Although this add-

ed cost increment should be con-

sidered in explaining kosher

meat prices, it is not the con-

trolling factor of price variances

between kosher and non-kosher

meats.

extension of credit and free de-

livery service are almost com-
pletely gone in these days of

cash and carry super-markets,

but are still prevalent among
many kosher meat dealers.

These services present another

cost element which should be

considered. However, these can-

not be considered as the great

factor for the difference in

prices.

The real difference between
kosher and non-kosher meat
prices quoted are really for dif-

ferent styles of cuts. This was
recognized during the days of

the OPA and OPS. These gov-

ernmental agencies made a defi-

nite distinction in setting price

levels. Where non-kosher lead-

ers quote prices on untrimmed
cuts, kosher dealers quote prices

for well-trimmed cuts which are

ready for the pot. Once meats
are trimmed, the actual cost to

the shopper is approximately

the same for kosher and non-

kosher meats

!

Since the bulk of kosher meat
sales are not in the whole-

sale category, the final step was
to study cutting styles and
prices of local non-kosher meat
dealers to ascertain the rela-

tionship between kosher and
non-kosher meat prices. These
results are most important, for

not only are they in keeping

with the statements made con-

cerning kosher cuts, but they

are directly related because

kosher meat prices on the retail

level are approximately the

same as non-kosher prices, and
in many instances are even low-

er priced than their non-kosher

counterparts.

Non-kosher meats are sold in

their primal state, that is, prices

are quoted for long-boned, un-

trimmed cuts, and the purchas-

er pays for non-edible waste. In

contrast, kosher meat prices are

quoted for ready for the pot,

trimmed products. Kosher firms

which abide by this practice

weigh each cut after it has been

trimmed so the customer pays

only for edible meat and not

waste.

As a further explanation, a

comparison can be drawn be-

tween the selling prices of two
completely unrelated items,

meats and automobiles. When
someone is interested in pur-

chasing a car, the first price he
considers is the base price of the

vehicle. Then he chooses a full

line of accessories, those he likes

and can afford. With each ad-

ditional accessory, the cost of

the car increases but the pur-

chaser gets the same chassis

and motor. Concerning the sale

of meats, the line of reasoning

takes the opposite turn. The
wholesale cuts of kosher meats

and their non-kosher counter-

parts, sell at approximately the

same price, with a slight penalty

on kosher meats as mentioned

earlier. However, as each cut is

relieved of its excess waste it

becomes more costly, and conse-

quently the well-trimmed kosher

cut is selling at a higher price

per pound than the untrimmed
non-kosher cut; but the impor-

tant thing is that although one

cut is selling at a so-called low-

er price per pound, the cost per

pound of edible meat on both the

kosher and non-kosher cut is ap-

proximately the same, and in

many cases the cost of kosher

cuts is even lower.

According to a leading mat-

zoh baker, the consumption of

unleavened bread may be taken

as a barometer of Jewish condi-

tions. He states that "we have

found that we can tell where

Jewish immigration has in-

creased by simply noting where

the consumption of matzoh has

increased. Thus, in the past few

years, there has been a great

gain in Mexico and Cuba. At
j

times, too, a decrease may be

indicative of another trend in

Jewish life. Sometimes such a

decrease signifies a diminishing
|

Well, we're finally home again,

after our three weeks of travel

and though I enjoyed every min-

ute of it, it is good to be back

in our own little flat.

the Christmas season. He gave

us an autographed picture of

himself in kilts and then sent us

by police car to Holyrood Palace

(the place where Queen Eliza-

beth II and other dignitaries

stay on their visits to Edin-

burgh). We had a wonderful

tour through the palace and ev-

eryone kept passing us on as

"friends of Chief Constable

Merrilee."

The palace was the home of

many kings and queens but is

probably best known for the

murder that occurred in Queen
Mary of Scots Supper Room of

her Secretary Riccio. There's all

kinds of intrigue in these an-

cient rulers and I just wish the

walls could open up and tell us

their real stories ! We spent Fri-

day night too in Edinburgh and
then left Saturday morning for

Glasgow to meet the Vallences.

If 1 don't mention the weather,

it's because it was always miser-

able and rainy, rain and more
rain, but we didn't let it bother

us ! The Vallances have a big

family in Glasgow. In fact, al-

most all his relatives live either

there or in Montreal. Mrs. Val-

lence's people are mostly in the

States in the midwest. They met
us at the hotel with their neph-

ew and his wife—Connie and

Sadie Green. They are charming

people and so hospitable. South-

ern hospitality has nothing on

the folks we've met so far! The
Greens have twin daughters 20

years of age—one of them just

engaged last week. We spent the

first evening sight-seeing the

shops and the huge Christmas

shopping crowd (Glasgow has a

population of over one million),

and then went out to the Greens'

home. Sunday, Christmas Day,
we arose late and Mr. Green
picked us up and took us for a

drive as far as the Firth of

Clyde. Lots of ship-building is

done in Glasgow; in fact, that's

where the Queen Elizabeth was
built. We then went to the

Greens for our afternoon dinner

—that was really a feast. In

fact, the whole day was spent in

eating and watching TV. These
English wives are really glut-

tons for punishment. I've never

seen such energy in people—in-

cluding the Vallances, who are

59 and 68, respectively. Sunday
evening we joined the twin

daughters and the fiance for a

dance at one of their many
Jewish Centers. They have a

very active Jewish community
and the Centers are really lavish

by our standards — big dance

room, restaurant, card room,

etc. Monday we took a tour

around Mr. Green's pajama and

shirt factory. He has around 120

employees and uses fairly mod-

ern methods in turning out his

garments. They're low-priced

goods and the wage scales by

our standards are shocking. The

girls work from 8:00 a. m. to

5:15 p .m. with one-half hour

for lunch and a ten-minute tea

break. Don't think I would like

it.

Mr. Green gave Dick two

pairs of flannel pajamas and he

really could use them. Monday
afternoon we had lunch with

Mr. and Mrs. Kessel (Mr. Val-

lance's sister). She is 60 years

old and has been working active-

ly since 12 as a grocer. She goes

every morning to the wholesale

market to buy fresh fruits and

vegetables, not matter what the

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PASSOVER STORIES
By HAROLD E. KUSHNER

I have often been puzzled by
the dictum in the Haggadah
where we are told that "al-

though we were all wise and
learned men and men of under-

standing, it is nevertheless in-

cumbent upon us all to tell on

this night the story of the Exo-

dus from Egypt." What could be

the reason for this command,
that no matter how often we've

heard this bit of Jewish history

already, we must still repeat it

at every Seder year after year?

Isn't it possible that some schol-

ars of our people know the story

well enough, and would learn

more from discussing something

new this year? Yet we find that

even a scholar like Rabbi Akiba
never tired of this, and stayed

up through the night talking

about the story of Passover. I

think we can learn from this the

deeper meaning of Jewish his-

tory for the Jew. For the Jew,

history was never a mere col-

lection of dry facts and old leg-

ends. History always served him
as both a link with the past, and
a guide for the future.

The Passover story ties us to

our Jewish past. We learn that

it was Passover that welded the

multitude of Jewish slaves into

a people, with a common pur-

pose and a common way of life.

When Moses, in the book of Deu-
teronomy, is about to tell the

people of Israel how God expects

them to live, he bases God's de-

mand for obedience on the fol-

lowing: "When your son asks

you in time to come, What is the

meaning of all the laws and stat-

utes and ordinances which the

Lord our God has commanded?
then shall you tell your son, We
were slaves to Pharoah in

Egypt, and the Lord brought us

out of Egypt . .
." (Deut. 6 :20-

21). We became Jews because

God redeemed us from the slav-

ery of Egypt, and we have re-

mained Jews because in every

generation, we have reaffirmed

this tradition, and passed it on

to our children, at Passover

time. This is what the Rabbis

mean when they command us

that every man must look at the

Exodus from Egypt as if he

himself had been redeemed by

God from slavery; for the Exo-

dus is the reason for his being a

Jew and a free man.

The Haggadah does not con-

fine itself to the story of the

Mrs. Hugo Dalsheimer who, upon
her election to the presidency of the
126 year old Baltimore Hebrew Con-
gregation, became one of the few
women congregation presidents in

this country.
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Exodus only, but, like every

Jewish book of prayers, its de-

velopment over the centuries

parallels the growth of the Jew-

ish people. The vast library of

the Jewish Theological Semi-
nary lists over fifteen hundred
editions of the Haggadah, and
each one, by what it adds, leaves

out, or emphasizes, reflects its

own time. The Haggadah with
which we today are familiar

preserves some of the most en-

nobling concepts which charac-

terized the Jew through the

ages.

At the very beginning of the

Seder, we utter the "Kol Dich-

fin," "all who are hungry or

needy are invited to come in and
share with us." And this is not

merely an empty formality, for

Passover was a time when the

Jew was made aware of his com-
munal responsibility, and saw to

it that even the poorest individ-

ual would be able to afford his

wine and matzohs for the holi-

day. The full wine glass and the

empty chair which stand wait-

ing for the prophet Elijah bring

ing of the Jewish people for the

Messiah, and a better age for all

mankind.

The words with which the

Jew for centuries closed his Sed-

er ceremony, "Next year . . in

Jerusalem," show the eternal

longing of the Jew for his peo-

ple's homeland in Zion. In our

time, we have been privileged to

see this wish made a reality. We
can appreciate the Rabbinic dic-

tum that we should feel as if we

ourselves had been freed from
Egypt, for in our lifetime we
have seen the re-emergence of
an independent Jewish nation.

This Passover, our prayers must
be for God's help in rescuing Is-

rael again from the oppressive

yoke of Egypt.

Passover not only reveals Is-

rael's past; it also points out to

us how we can prove ourselves

worthy of the tradition we have
inherited. When we read in the
Haggadah of the plagues with
which the Egyptians were smit-

ten, we spill ten drops of wine
from our glass, that our "cup of

joy" should not be entirely full.

As the Midrash tells us, God was
saddened and the angels wept at

the suffering of the cruel Egyp-
tians, for they too were His
creatures. Our sages tell us that

each generation, at Passover
time, must earn its own free-

dom, and the spirit of the holi-

day shows us how. For the free-

dom with which we are blessed

is not only "freedom from," not
only liberation from slavery,

poverty, and oppression, but also

"freedom to," an opporunity

to extend God's ways, to make
the world a more godly place, so

that all people may be as fortu-

nate as we.

On Passover, we educate our

children and re-educate our-

selves in the eternal values of

freedom, Jewish unity, and the

cuality of all people. And this

is the reason we must repeat the

story every year, for there is so

much that Passover urges us to

do, which must yet be done.

"It's a wonderful coun-

try," he said to me.

"Yes," I said, "they really

have modern hotels."

"It's not what I was thinking

of," he said, "they've got good

hotels in New York, too. You
don't have to come to Jerusalem

and Tel Aviv to find a good ho-

tel."

I tried again. "Israel has some

very nice roads," I said. "I was
riding on the new road from

Sodom to Beersheba. Do you

know," I said, "that they built

that wonderful road with ma-
terials quarried from the rocks

alongside. They dug up the

stones as they laid out the

roads. They didn't have to carry

the stones and it was built with

the aid of Israel Bonds," I said.

"I guess you yourself have

bought Israel Bonds."

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Carolina U. J. A. Convenes at Charlotte

The annual Conference of the

United Jewish Appeal, Carolina

Region, was held at the Hotel

Charlotte, in Charlotte, N. C,

on March 18th. A work session,

starting at 10 a. m., was follow-

ed by a luncheon at which Bart-

ley Crum, noted attorney and

author, was the speaker.

In an interview prior to his

address, Mr Crum gave it as his

opinion that the Israel problem

was not a Jewish problem. He
pointed out that the United

States would be in danger of

losing not only its prestige, but

its security, if anything should

lessen the influence of Israel in

the Middle East. He suggested,

as a solution to one of the con-

troversial points (the status of

the city of Jerusalem), that the

holy places should be zoned as

an international area, similar to

that of the United Nations, in
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their building in New York City,

instead of internationalizing the

entire city. He pointed out that

95 per cent of the holy places

were in the Old City, under Arab

control. 'Although a Catholic,"

said Mr. Crum, "I saw the finest

manifestation of true Christi-

anity in one of my trips to Is-

rael and, strangely, enough, it

was by Israelis."

A staunch friend of Israel's

people, and a champion of social

and humanitarian causes, Mr.

Crum was a White House ap-

pointee in 1946 to the Anglo-

American Commission of In-

quiry on Palestine and played an

important role in opening Pal-

estine's doors to the entry of

hundreds of thousands of Jewish

refugees. His authoritative work—"Behind the Silken Curtain"

—revealed the international

maneuvers that preceded the es-

tablishment of the State of Is-

rael. Mr. Crum has just returned

from one of his frequent trips to

Israel.

Others participating in the

activities were Morris Speizman,

of Charlotte, N. C, who served

as chairman; Mrs. William Dia-

mondstein, Newport News, Va.,

who spoke for the Women's Di-

vision; E. J. Evans, Mayor of

Durham, N. C. ;

The literature of the Jewish
people — religious and other-

wise — is filled with rich con-

troversy. And though there are

many who hold this to be a

shame, we cannot agree. On the

contrary, the adjective "rich"

was used advisedly. Despite tired

jokes about two Jews holding

three opinions, it is the very
depth of the literature, and its

brilliant extension over these

years, which is a tribute to the

greatness of the thought. Nor is

it any accident that such con-

troversies are often of long

standing.

For after all, this one people,

with its stubborn and precious

insistence on one God and one

Law which has created the per-

fect condition for such con-

troversy— or alternatively, for

long-distance agreement. For
the oneness of the basic matter

on which the arguers operate is

not challenged or challengeable.

And thus, conversation is en-

couraged—across space, as with

others, and across time—which
is far more rare.

Bceause two men, who really

ought to fight a matter out, or

concur, have been separated by
the accident of birth is no reason

why they shouldn'L have a chat.

And if the accident is a matter

of a few centuries, more or less,

what matter? If the Vilna Gaon,

and Rabbi Akiba, and Rashi are

all talking about a relevant pas-

sage from, say Leviticus, why
shouldn't they talk to one an-

other? No later discovery is

likely to invalidate their several

bases for discussion.

There has been much talk, of

recent years, about art and

tradition, particularly among
certain literary critics. The
plaintive tone which some of

these gentlemen are forced to

adopt in their insistence on

tradition can wring true tears

of pity from an old "Yeshiva

bochur" like the writer. We had

no such problems. There was
nothing to "revive." If you had

difficulty with a passage of the

Talmud—and who has not? —
you can talk about it with the

brilliant commentator, Rashi.

Or, to be even more specific, sing

about it with him. After all, the

tradition is alive and no charge

of less majeste is ever likely to

arise from addressing a man
who has cracked one of these

tough, but juicy, nuts before

you.

But what is most amazing is

the manner in which so many
of yesteryear's controversies in

these matter can, with passage

of time, find a new unity. How
many "modern" problems come
clearer with the aid of two great

scholars who disagreed is a
matter to which anyone who has

ever studied these affairs can

attest. And, most wonderful of

all, you find you need both of

them. Though one may have

flatly denied the other's conten-

tion — which might make the

naive imagine that one of them
must be wrong, at least, if not

both—how often it turns out

that both are right, appearances

notwithstanding. This is not al-

ways the case. Indeed, more of-

ten it happens that what ap-

pears to be contradiction on the

surface, is revealed with probing

to be one man's extension or re-

finement of another's thought.

And it seems to us that with

the coming of Passover season,

another such matter is revealed.
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A problem is solved, and like

most of its kind, it brings sorely-

needed comfort and courage and

a new wisdom in time of peril.

Such a one is the question of the

meaning of the name given to

the evening before the first day

of Passover—"Lei Shimurim."

According to the traditional

interpreters, the Hebrew words

mean "night of observation."

And they adduce for this inter-

pretation their beautiful idea of

the close relationship between

God and Israel. A night of ob-

servation, they called it, because

it was to this night that God's

love had been directed for a

long time. For was it not the

night on which his people, Is-

rael, were to be delivered from

the bondage of Egyptian slav-

evry ? But there is a more recent

interpretation — more prosaic

perhaps, but not, for al! that,

without its own sense of just

commentary. The words, say

the later commentators, mean
night of guarding." And, in-

deed, it follows that there would

have to be a guard against

physical destruction on such a

night.

If any present should demand
now a settlement of the dispute

to the detriment of one side or

the other, he will be disappoint-

ed. We believe there is an "an-

swer" to the question and we
would present it, in all humility.

A

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But not as the "last word" since

time has too often mocked the

purveyor of any "last word" on

such a matter.

The time is ripe now, it seems

to us, for the contradiction to

become a unity, so that the two

contending ideas may arise as

one answer to be given by the

one people, as with one voice.

For truth is a precious commod-

ity and it requires that it be seen

in a certain light if it is to be

seen at all. And the "light" re-

quired varies from time to time.

Sometimes it is a man whose

voice is in tune with the aspira-

tions of his people so that they

see by his light. And another

man, saving, perhaps, the same
words will not be heard at all.

At another juncture, it may be

the course of events which sud-

denly cause a new light to shine

on words, long ago uttered, but

until their proper moment not

properly valued, cut off, as it

were, from the true "light" of

the time for which they were

destined.

So, then, it seems to us, that

"Lei shimurim" in the here and

now. with the people of Israel

faced with new crises, new de-

cisions, surrounded by enemies,

is revealed as meaning— not

either the one interpretation or

the other—but both. The com-

mentaries have been prepared

for these many years, and now
they are revealed, not as contra-

dictions, but as good advice—
both of them.

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THE EXPERTS AND THE EXODUS
By Dr. Theodore H. Gaster

Viewed in the light of what is

now known as Ancient Near
Eastern history, the Biblical ac-

count of the Exodus from Egypt
takes us back to the troubled

days of the early seventeenth

century, B. C. E., when hordes

of Indo-Aryan invaders were
sweeping across Asia Minor and
Syria, carrying all before them.

Many of the inhabitants of

these areas, especially such as

had been but resident aliens,

took us their belongings and
fled ; until presently a vast con-

glomerate army of displaced

persons and refugees were to be

found making their way south-

ward through Canan to the Land
of the Nile.

Egypt had fallen, at the time,

into weak hands. The adminis-

tration was feeble and ineffec-

tive, and the incoming masses

planned to take advantage of

this situation.

It was not long before their

dream was fulfilled. In short

order, they succeeded in gaining

control of the country, and soon

a new dynasty of kings—known
as the Egyptians of the Hyskos,

or Foreign Chiefs—were reign-

ing in a new capital established

at Avaris in the Nile Delta.

This political constellation

proved specially propitious to a

class of persons known as the

Hebrews.

The goal of the Hebrew im-

migrants, however, was not

Egypt proper, but the Land of

Goshen—a shallow valley, now-

known as Wadi Tumilat, which

lies on the eastern border of

that country and stretches, for

some thirty to forty miles, from

the Nile Delta to the region of

Lake Timsah, in the Suez Canal

Zone. Goshen had been a tradi-

tional pastureland for neighbor-

ing Asiatic bedouins, and here,

in congenial surroundings, the
Hebrews established their col-

ony.

For several generations all

went well. Then the wheel of

fortune turned. Led by two spir-

ited princes, the Egyptians
arose against their Hyskos over-

lords, and sent them fleeing in-

to Canaan and Syria.

The Egyptian Pharoah Seti I

decided that his eastern frontier

was dangerously exposed and
moved the seat of government
back to the Delta. His son and
successor, Rameses II, pursued

the campaign against the "Asi-

atics" with relntless fury.

These developments naturally

brought the nearby Hebrew col-

ony strongly into the limelight.

Rameses came to regard it as a

potential "fifth column" made
up of men who were in fact kins-

men of the very foes whom he

and his father had been fighting

and who might any day ally

themselves with them into a re-

turn attack upon Egypt.

The Hebrews were therefore

reduced to the status of bond-

men, placed under the surveil-

lance of commmissars and re-

cruited for forced labor on the

new construction projects. It

was at this critical point, accord-

ing to the Israelite saga, that the

deliverer Moses arose.

Is the whole story of Pass-

over, as it is told in Jewish tra-

dition, a mere figment of fancy

—a pious invention? Or—if we
ignore the legendary trimmings

—is there independent evidence,

outside of the Bible, for the so-

journ of Israel in Egypt, its

servitude under the Pharaohs,

and its exodus from Egypt?

The answer is that, while

there is as yet no direct confir-

mation of details, and while

HEINRICH HEINE - - After a Century
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The literary world of Europe

—

or that part of it where freedom
of expression isn't throttled ----

and of America is now celebrat-

ing the centennial of the death

of Heinrich Heine, Germany's
great lyric poet, after Goethe,

and the most influential figure

the Jews have contributed to the

modern world of letters. It was
a century ago, in February, 185(!

,

that Heine died in Paris after

a lingering illness which lasted

almost eight years and which
had left him crippled and help-

less. At the time of his death

he was 58 years old. He was born

and reared in Duesseldorf, the

big Rhineland city which up to

now has refused to erect a

monument for him.

Heine, it should be said first

of all, was the most notable ex-

ample in the literary world of the

tragedy of the German assimi-

lated Jew who had thorough-

ly imbibed Germanic culture

and who yet was not accepted by
the spokesmen of that culture

and was finally wrenched from

that culture with the unheard

of violence of the unsoeakable

Nazi regime of recent memory.
More than a century before Naz-

ism drove German Jewry into

mass exile, Heine was forced in-

to voluntary exile in France be-

cause reactionary anti-Semitic

developments in his Fatherland

were getting too hot to tolerate

any rebellious Jews like him. He
who for many years had thought

of himself as first, a Protestant

Christian (he had himself bap-

tized as a Lutheran for the sake

of a legal career before he re-

pudiated both the career and

he baptism) and then as a Pagan
descendant of ancient Greek

bards, and who only expressed

pride in his Jewish racial hri-

tage during the last years of his

illness, was nevertheless con-

stantly reminded of his Jewish-

ness by an anti-Semitic Ger-

many.

Every German- speaking Jew
you meet in the world today,

after what happened to the Jews

of Germany and Austria, is the

embodiment of that trgaedy

which consists in being both

culturally rooted and uprooted.

Even the religious, Zionist Ger-

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man-speaking Jews who con-

sciously turned their backs up-

on German culture could not es-

cape that pain which comes out

of the unconscious, even if they

developed a superficial adapta-

bility to a new culture, to a new
way of life. They were not m the

position of the East European
Jews who had maintained a cul-

ture and language of their own,

Yiddish, independently of the

Gentile culture and language

that surrounded them. At most,

the German Jews could maintain

their own Jewish religious life.

Because of their greater inde-

pendence of the East European
Jew, there was greater spiritual

strength, less helplessness and

more dignity among the Polish

and Lithuanian Jewish survivors

of the Nazi holocaust.

Heine himself acknowledged

their greater spiritual resources

of Polish Jews when he visited

them in their own habitat in

Posen more than 130 years ago.

But at the same time he did not,

could not, consider himself one

of them. In one of his essays he

spoke of the physical dirt and

of the "'barbarian ideas" he

found among the Polish Jews.

He had come to these medieval-

minded Jews from another, more

modern, culture and civilization.

Heine's ambivalent attitude to-

ward the "Ost-Juden" (Eastern

Jews), a mixture of both praise

and blame together with a rath-

er strong feeling of alienation,

became the attitude of most

German Jews during the gen-

erations that followed him.

After one has dug consider-

ably into Heine's writings, one

comes out with the feeling that

here was a great, sensitive writ-

er whose intellectual compass

was continually being found by

him, lost, found again, lost

again, and so on. Here he wrote

like a Jew, there like a Christian,

in a third place like a Pagan

poet. Here he is a liberal attack-

ing the aristocracy, there he is

denouncing the moneyed middle

classes, and again in another

place he refuses to rub shoulders

with the revolutionary working

classes. Even while the liberal

republicans regarded him as

their own, he worshipped Napo-
leon Bonaparte, called for a

strong monarchy and attacked

republicanism. Until the end of

his life, one couldn't be sure of

Heine—whether he would praise

or berate this or that religion,

this or that political party or

economic doctrine.

Though Heine had a powerful

intellect, if you look for intellec-

tual consistency and construtive-

ness in Heine you'll be very

much disappointed. He was, like

many other German Jewish in-

tellectuals of the age of revolu-

tionary ferment during the first

half of the nineteenth century,

a revel, but only of the iconoclas-

tic, almost nihilistic, sort — one

who can destroy idols but is in-

capable of building up sturdy

lasting ideals. And the reason

for this temperamental inca-

pacity on the part of Heine lay

precisely in his great artistic

capacities. One of Henie's Ger-

man Jewish contemporaries, a

man whom Heine knew person-

ally, who survived him b^ more

than a quarter of a century, was

Karl Max. Marx too had a pow-

erful intellect, more powerful

than that of Heine. But since

Marx was deficient in his emo-

tions, since he could easily and

smugly cast away lurking

doubts, since he could concen-

trate on only one side of life

—

economics — and disregard all

other factors, Marx was able to

build up a politcal - economic

ideology which has since then in-

spired nearly half of the world,

the Communist one, even though

Communists in some ways dis-

tored his idealogy.

Max could see only hate caused

directly by hunger — hence

his "class struggle" idealogy.

Heine with the perception of the

artist could feel hate fVie

result of all sorts of things be-

sides economic — sexual jealou-

sies and maladjustments, hurt

pride, clashing religious tradi-

tions, and so on. And Heine, too,

for all his bitter, stinging, at

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DIARY OF AN ISRAELI HOUSEWIFE
By MOLLY LYONS-BAR-DAVID

"The trouble with you Jews,"

an American journalist remark-
ed over a martini at the King
David Hotel, "is that you can't

harbor a healthy hate." Having
for centuries been the butt of

hate, none knows better than

the Jew how evil, how vile, how
unreasonable and unjust hate

can be. And yet, in war, hate is

a powerful weapon. The sea of

Arabs around us foams today in

hatred, a whipped-up unreason-

ing hate for us. Could we but

return that venom, then the

threat of war would not fill us

with such revulsion.

This inability to hate crops

up everywhere. Last night I at-

tended one of the President's

monthly Rosh Hodesh parties;

this one was in honor of immi-

grants from England and there

was almost a pathetic pleading

in the remarks of the speakers

who prayed that Britain should

never be an enemy of Israel.

There was the reading of a let-

ter, at Mrs. Ben-Zvi's request,

from an English halutza in a

border settlement, a letter of a

girl on guard who muses about

the Arab girl over the border in

the village within sight, and how
she wishes they could get to-

gether to stop the constant

menace of war.

It made me remember the

night, early in 1948, when I was
sent to the shelter with my chil-

dren because four neighboring

Arab houses which were lairs

for bandits that attacked us

nightly were to be blown up, and

the explosions might smash our

own windows. In that shelter I

clutched my baby, little Ziona,

and prayed for my friend Fat-

ima and her baby who lived in

one of those Arab hovels. The
Hagana spared Fatima's house

that night because there was

mercy in our men for the wo-
man and her children; yet that

house was later to be the cause

of several deaths on our side.

We could not hate them and
we cannot now. I cannot hate

the Communists whose chican-

ery and cleverness have won
Arab favoritism and provided

the weapons for our destruc-

tion. I cannot hate the British

whose intrigues deny us arms
sa that the way is paved for

our slaughter. I cannot hate the

Arabs who are savage in their

lust to kill with red-hot hate.

Maybe this is good from the

civilized, human, moral, Jewish-

Christian point of view. But war

is a dirty business. You have to

kill—or you are killed. Alas. To
kill even innocent Fatimas.

Such is the background of my
thoughts these days as I wash

the dishes. This is the under-

current that saps the joy out of

my otherwise happy days. Life

has become a strange schizo-

phrenia. My husband and I

draft the joint will which we
feel should be prepared in times

like these; and next to these

papers is the list of friends to

invite to the brit milah or to the

welcome party for our newcom-

er when the blessed event hap-

pens. My neighbor asks if our

flat could in need be used for

the house shelter; and at the

same time she shows me the

sweater she is knitting for her

son for next winter.

Thus we live from day to day.

Tomorrow will bring what it

will bring and we will meet it as

we must. But today there is a

sadness in the things that

would normally make us glad.

A wedding reception tomorrow,

and we will toast the bride and

groom, and then they will each

return to their Army units.

Next day we go to a play to hear

Ibsen read and for two hours we
will forget, but only for two

hours, and then reality is there

again. The day after, Aunt Ma-
rion has her annual charity ba-

zaar for needy immigrants, and

after the fun at her fair I will

remember how these folk must
live in the fighting lines of our

border settlements. It is there

all the time, especially when I

wake at night ; not fear, but the

thought of the horrors that war
entails, if it comes. But can we
hate sufficiently to do the deeds

necessary in war?

The driver tried to explain

this in one sentence to my jour-

nalist friend. "It's like this," he

said, "we Jews are not anti-

Arab. The Arabs are anti-Israel

and the Jews are pro-Israel."

Perhaps it would be better if

we were anti-Arab, too. Better

for fighting, anyway. But is

that why we give birth to chil-

dren here? To nurture them in

hatreds of the kind from which

we fled? This is the land where

Jewish children are born to be

free, not born for annihilation

which our people have known
somewhere in the world in ev-

ery generation.

We will fight if we must, with

bare hands if we must, as we
did in 1948. We won because we

so loved our ancient Homeland,
so loved those thousands escap-

ing to our shores, so wanted to

right history's age-old wrong to

the Jews. Maybe, like King Ar-

thur, our strength then was and
again will be as the strength of

ten, because our hearts are

pure.

My head aches with this clat-

ter of cogitation in my brain.

How good that my children can-

not read these thoughts; that

Ziona is doing hand-springs in

the parlor and has extracted a

promise from me to take her to

the Inbal Ballet, for she loves

her dancing lessons. And Geila

in her Scout uniform brushes

her hair to a glimmer, getting

ready to go to her course that

teaches her to do a good deed

every day. And Varda crochets

a little hat to wear with her

pony tail and keeps saying and

sighing that she still has her

French lesson to do.

These thoughts are for a

diary only, and for the eaves-

droppers so many miles away
who wonder how the women of

Israel are taking it. Then I kick

myself for these dark intrusive

thoughts and cheerily call

Dvora and we arrange to meet

in town for coffee and calorie

cake and to shop for a new hat

with Israeli. It is of course, obvious that all Jews are not Is-

raelis, nor as a matter of fact, are all Israelis Jews. It can

be readily understood that this might be confusing to non-

Jews, and responsible lor references to Jews, when what is

actually meant is the narrower term, Israelis. Even newspaper

editors have been guilty, for example, of writing about the

"Jewish Army," when what they of course meant, was the "Is-

raeli Army."
This distinction becomes important when charges of anti-

Semitism are made against an individual who might merely be

anti-Israel. Mention was made at the joint gathering early last

month, of the North Carolina Anti-Defamation Board and the

Executive Commitee of the North Carolina B'nai B'rith Associ-

ation in Chapel Hill, of certain Christian ministers who had
always been known as friends of the Jews, but who, for reasons

apparently satisfactory to themselves, found it necessary to

sympathize with the Arabs in the current controversy. It would
be obviously unfair to brand them as anti-Semitic merely be-

cause they could not agree with the viwpoint of the Israel

Government. In the same sense, within our own ranks, the

American Council for Judaism could hardly be labelled anti-

Semitic merely because it is anti-Israel.

If we are going to stigmatize everyone as an anti-Semite

—or anti-Jewish, who does not agree with Israeli ideology or

policy, we will alienate a number of important friends of the

Jews per se. Clear thinking is needed to avoid this disastrous

possibility.

Haym Solomon — Jew of 1781
(Concluded from Page 14)

such a position. Colonial Amer-
ica was agricultural, and hard

money is scarce in any farming

economy. The merchants and
bankers, if not outright Tories,

were friendly to England.

Government Broker

The miracles performed by
George Washington were not on

the battlefield exclusively. His

force of character held together

the hungry, freezing, ragged

soldiers in those terrible winters

at Valley Forge and Morristown.

The Commander-in-Chief could

get nowhere with the Continen-

tal Congress. He wrote to Rob-
ert Morris, the Finance Mini-

ster, direct for clothing, food,

and supplies. Robert Morris

would send for Haym Solomon
imporing him to find money.
The brokerage fee was one-half

of 1% for every bond sold. So
the sale of $200,000 securities

would net the munificent sum of

$500. The importance of the

Jewish broker can be judged

from the diary of Robert Morris

in which the name Haym Solo-

mon appears 75 times.

Many stray facts, upon which
history is built, come down in

letters intended only for the

eyes of intimates. Thus a num-

ber of references attest to the

benefactions of Haym Solomon
to the founding fathers. One of

them, a young chap from Vir-

ginia, never dreamed that he
would become President of the

new Republic. In the direst need

of expense money, James Madi-

son was attending his Congres-

sional duties, at the same time

courting Dolly, the pretty

daughter of his boarding mis-

tress. He was told a certain

Haym Solomon on Front Street

often helps out a fellow in dis-

tress. Madison wrote to Edmund
Randolph complaining, "I have

for some time been a pensioner

on the favor of Haym Solomn, a

Jew broker." In the next letter

he is annoyed at the Jew "mon-
ey-lender's" refusal to take in-

terest.

"Cross Currents"
A Review By Chester A. Brown

For those of us who read as

we run, and they are legion, this

book is a revelation and a bless-

ing. Co-authored by Benjamin
R. Epstein, National Director of

B'nai B'rith's Anti-Defamation

League, and Arnold Forster, the

League's counsel, Cross Cur-

rents fills in the detail that tells

the whole story of religious bias

that affected the lives of many,
about which most of us knew
merely from headlines. Covering

as it does, not only what has

transpired in this country, but

in Germany and the Middle East

as well, it is really a "Who's
Who International Bigotry."

Most of us recall such situa-

tions as the Fort Monmouth
scandal, the United States Navy
dismissal of Abraham Chasa-

now, and other incidents that

were given considerable news-

paper space when they occurred,

but few of us knew what went

on behind the scenes in those

affairs. Cross Currents gives all

of the details. Then too, the sec-

tion showing unmistakeable link

between the neo-Nazism in Ger-

many with anti-Jewish activities

in this country, and that part

which traces the relationship of

the Arab League with local big-

ots in their attempt to destroy

the State of Israel, are most en-

lightening. You learn how those

who are trying to re-establish

Nazism, having few Jews re-

maining in their own country,

are attempting to harass Jews

in other parts of the world.

The style of the book is inter-

esting, consisting of a number of

reports from various ADL de-

partments and agencies which

give a continuity that holds

your attention. You find most of

the old familiar names . . . Mer-

The continuing critical situ-

ation in the Middle East lends

special importance to the forth-

coming Anti-Defamation League
book, "Cross-Currents," by Ar-

nold Forster, chief counsel and

civil rights director of the

League, and Benjamin R. Ep-

stein, the agency's national di-

rector. In a section highly signi-

ficant to Americans, the book

sheds new light on the propa-

ganda drive of the Arab League

in the United States, and its

uses of anti-Semitism as a politi-

cal tool to win support of Ameri-

can public opinion.

"Cross-Currents" went on sale

in bookstores all over the coun-

try last month at $4.25. A pre-

publication price of $2.00 is

The book gives fresh prospec-

tive to a provocative aspect of

current world developments. It

digs deep into the loose inter-

locking of the anti-Israel Arab
governments, the neo-Nazi ca-

bals in Germany and Argentine,

the fascist intrigues elsewhere

in Europe, and the professional

bigots now flourishing in the

United States. The common
bond that links them all is the

use of anti-Semitism as a politi-

cal tool.

"Cross-Currents" is another

significant document from the

actual files of the ADL. Its last,

"The Troublemakers," also writ-

ten by Forster and Epstein,

made a profound impact and was
widely acclaimed. However,

"Cross-Currents" goes far be-

yond "The Troublemakers" in

scope and treatment. Its story is

unfolded through the use of ac-

tual memoranda and corres-

pondence flowing into the ADL
office. The reader is offered the

facts as they develop. This gives
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the book pace and suspense and

the reader a sense of being right

in the middle of events as they

are unravelled. It is an exciting

and startling chronicle.

"Cross-Currents" is focused

on three major areas in its in-

vestigation of the activities of

men who still rely on the use of

anti-Semitism to advance their

political ambitions. The book
centers on events in the Arab
lands, Germany, and the United
States. But from these centers
stem turbulent currents that
reach many parts of the world.

The Arab propaganda drive
against both Jews and Zionists

is given full-scale treatment, oc-

cupying almost one-third of the
book. The disclosures here are
ah eye-opener, of momentous
concern to all Americans. For it

is the American that the Arab
League propaganda campaign is

primarily aimed at, in the hope
of breaking down the prestige of
Jews in this country and so sev-
ering any American support for
Israel. Much effort, skill and
money is going into this opera-
tion and its repercussions in this

country will be felt on a wider
and wider scale.

The section on the neo-Nazis
in Germany and the fascist rem-
nants in western Europe make
fascinating reading. Utter, hope-
less defeat in war has not curbed
their lust for power and the cre-

ation of a world order in their
warped image. A notable high-
light is the setup of a neo-Nazi
research center by the group
around Werner Naumann, a for-

mer Goebel's aide who has posed
a problem to the Adenauer gov-
ernment.

The Bonn regime has kept
Naumann under close surveil-

lance and effectively checked
bid for power, but he may still

emerge as a factor in Germany.
The Naumann group is devoting
a great deal of energy to the dis-

semination of pro-Nazi propa-
ganda and the reconstruction of

anti-Semitic source material,

some of which has been export-

ed to the United States.

The book's American section

is of prime importance and a re-

warding experience. In the last

analysis, the United States is

the document's point of depart-

ure and return. It is the United
States and the threats to Ameri-
can democracy which are the

ADL's primary interest and con-

cern. And its survey of religious

bigotry and the heightened dan-

gers to American civil liberties

is both fresh and forceful.

"Cross-Currents" is a highly

informative book, gripping in its

well-sustained, narrative detail

and significant in its import for

the present and the future. It

should be read and reflected up-

on by all Americans.

ual, moral, and religious insights

and professions with the reality

of flesh and blood.

It is true that whenever re-

ligion tries to use the organs of

state for the promotion of its

purposes and goals, it imprisons

the human conscience and
evolves into a blind and brutal

tyranny. Ways and techniques

must be found to reach the

hearts and minds of the pople

without the help of the organs

of state.

Racism, that is, the dividing

and grading of human beings in-

to groups, tries to lean on so-

called "race-science." But there

are no scientific data to support

the notion of superiority of a

certain race or races. Anthropol-

ogists are agreed that only cer-

tain somatic (corporeal) factors

are inherited. Phychic, moral,

and cultural qualities are deter-

mined by environment only, not

by heredity. Ralph Linton, in his

noted book, The Tree of Culture,

states

:

"Racial differences seem to

have little effect on human his-

tory. Their present significance

is almost entirely social . . . The
existence of significant psychol-

ogical differences between vari-

ous races has never been proved.

Apparently, the members of any
racial group can assume any cul-

ture in which they are reared

and we know that members of

all the great racial stocks have
made important additions to cul-

ture at one time or another."

The deeper religious insights

and eternal verities need no vali-

dation from science. As to man's
place in nature, Evolution has

won an accepted place in the

philosophy of most thoughtful

people. Biologically, man is an

animal. Yet science cannot ex-

plain when and how the "some-

thing"—call it spirit or soul

—

has been implanted in the hu-

man heart which lifts it heaven-

ward. The psalmist recognized

the duality of human nature

:

"What is man, that Thou art

mindful of him? And the son of

man, that Thou thinkest of him ?

Yet Thou hast made him but lit-

tle lower than the angels, and

hast crowned him with glory

and honour."

Judeo - Christianity affirms

man's unity not only at the be-

ginning; it affirms it at the end,

as something toward which the

world is moving. Vladimir Solo-

viev, the noted Russian Chris-

tian philosopher, expressed this

profoundly when he spoke of

"unitotality" as the purpose of

God's plan.

"Man was made one in the be-

ginning but, as it were, a unity

of solitude. God's plan consists

in proceeding from this unity of

solitude, to a unity of plentitude,

developing, in their many and
varied forms, the almost infinite

potentialities inherent in the

human beings. It is therefore

normal and right that humanity
should exist and develop in the

form of a multiplicity of races,

peoples, cultures, and creatures

of every kind." (The Catholic

Church and the Race Question,

UNESCO, Paris).

It is precisely on this prin-

ciple that the United States of

America is founded and on the

unqualified adherence to this

principle the security and hap-

piness of the United States of

America will depend.

More than 2,000 group seders

for Jewish personnel in the

(1942-45) by the National Jew-
ish Welfare Board through its

armed services workers and
Jweish chaplains.

"Father Nick, meet the Rev.

Mr. Diehl of the United Breth-

ren."

So there we stand together

—

the Protestant minister, the

Greek Orthodox priest, and this

Jew, each speaking his idea of

religion. I find that spiritually I

am no farther apart from Fath-

er Nick than from the Rev. Mr.

Diehl. I could feel finely assimi-

lated with the Orthodox Greek

and the Protestant, with no loss

at all of my identity as Jew. We
were thinking as brethren,

assimilating in mutual under-

standing. The Judeo - Christian

concept was not just an optical

illusion, as Mr. Halpern calls it.

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The Experts and the Exodus
(Concluded from Page 26)

neither sojourn nor exodus is in

fact recorded in any known docu-

ment, the story as a whole

—

apart, of course, from its purely

miraculous elements— that we
now know of the history of the

Ancient Near East.

That the presence of the Is-

raelites in Egypt and their dra-

matic departure should not be

mentioned in any extant Egyp-

tian record is by no means so

surprising as it seems. For the

plain fact is that the Biblical ac-

count represents, after all, what
is essentially no more than a

family tradition.

At the time when these events

were supposed to have happen-

ed, the Israelites were not yet a

nation, not even a significant

group. Therefore, while their

fortunes and adventures might

have been of the highest mo-

ment to their descendants, and

have served as a fitting subject

for subsequent legend, they

were not at the time of any par-

ticular interest to anyone else.

Nor should it be objected that

the drowning of Pharaoh would

have been an event of sufficient

importance to be recorded, and

that the absence of such a rec-

ord and the discovery of the rel-

evant monarch's mummy, there-

fore discredit the Biblical ac-

count.

For it is to be observed that,

contrary to a prevailing impres-

sion, the Bible nowhere says

that Pharaoh was drowned. It

In the hills of Shechem, Pal-

estine, the Samaritans, a small

sect, who number less than two

hundred and claim descent from

the Lost Ten Tribes of Israel,

celebrate Passover today as it

was observed thousands of

years ago.

The stain-

ed windows on both sides of the

sanctuary are in muted pastel

tones, and the sun's reflection

on the glass adds an air of se-

renity to this house of worship.

The 16 classrooms which are

used for daily Hebrew School

and for Sunday School are spa-

cious and airy. Each room is

decorated in a different light

color to facilitate teaching and
learning. The rooms have been

built so that they may be reach-

ed both from the interior and
exterior.

The Kosher kitchen has been

equipped with the latest insti-

tutional furnishings, and the

staff will be able to cater very

large synagogue functions with

these facilities on hand. The
social hall, which is used for

meetings and social gatherings,

is done in rose beige tones, and

the draperies and stage curtains

blend in with these shades.

The small chapel, which is

separated from the social hall

by an accordion door, is done in

walnut panelling, and the ark

doors are a magnificent carving

of the Ten Commandments in

silver.

The Phyllis Rae Blachman

Memorial Library, though not

completely furnished at this

time, is a quiet place adjoining

the main office, and the se-

renity that prevails makes it an

ideal spot for study and con-

templation.

Nahumel looked out into the

night, happy over the discovery

that he really feared the night

no longer.

Jonas

Goldenberg laughed, started

forward, and spoke, with con-

tempt.

"Nathan," Jonas taunted.

"Nathan, Nathan. What're you

waitin', Nathan?"

Never in his life had Nahumel

swung his fists at anyone. In

the time he had been in Ameri-

ca, he had often seen boys

fighting; he had wished, at

times, that he, too, could take a

poke at some of the boys at

school, on the playground. But

he never could get up the nerve

to double his fist, let alone to

swing it at anyone. To try to

deliver a blow at Jonas was, of

course, always unthinkable.

Jonas, the rough boy living up-

The blow glanced off Jonas'

chin. Once again Jonas laugh-

ed. He lurched forward, tripped

over the bedspread which was
still draped about him.

What he did remember, al-

ways, however, was what oc-

curred the next night, at the

second Seder. Before the cere-

mony had started, father had
said : "Yankel will open the door

tonight." Yankel, obviously, had
been talked to by father.

When father was ready to say

the Bread of Affliction saying,

he looked pointedly at Yankel.

Obediently but patently unwill-

ing, Yankel rose and went to the

kitchen door.

Mrs. Goldenberg was a widow

—or, at least, she had no hus-

band. She and a daughter, a girl

of about 21, and her son Jonas,

had come from England. Mrs.

Goldenberg made some money
at home by sewing buttonholes.

The girl worked as a clerk in a

5-and-10-cent store on Main
Street.

It was years later that Na-
hum—he had dropped the Na-
than after that first Passover

in America—had come to un-

derstand something about what
happened that other night on

the night of his first Passover

in America. Jonas had come
down to ask the neighbors, Na-
humel's family, to let him see a

Seder. 'Way back in his home in

the London Ghetto, he remem-
bered, he had once seen a ritual

of that kind. To bolster his

courage, since Jonas was not

accustomed to asking for favors

but only to fight his way to ac-

ceptance, he had taken a drink

from his mother's bottle of

medicinal whiskey. Then he had

taken another drink. His moth-

er wasn't home ; neither was his

sister. Jonas never did know

I took a Dutch Catholic friend

and the American journalist to

visit a border settlement some-

where in Israel. This particular

spot gets whacked at pretty of-

ten and so I expected to find the

Army well entrenched on the

spot. Instead, the approach to

the little red-roofed houses was
as peaceful as a Swiss village.

A group of newcomers were

planting pines and eucalyptus

to check erosion on the ridges;

beyond a gang of men was lay-

ing in a new big pipeline to

bring more water for irrigation

to the settlement.

What last year had been a

barren valley was now neatly

planted with fruit trees. Inside

the village precincts a kinder-

garten teacher was surrounded

by plump toddlers, who held

fistsful of scarlet anemones and

mauve cyclamen and yellow

narcissus which now embroider

the fields. A woman was hang-

ing up her washing, another

feeding the chickens, and the

whole atmosphere oozed con-

tentment.

Then we saw one of the

guards with his automatic weap-

on, and he looked bored. He's a

settler and complained that the

watch keeps him from work in

the barn. We joined him and he

pointed out the frontier with its

Arab nests beyond. Trenches cut

into the soil like ugly incisions;

ours had been freshly bolstered

with cement sidings.

Night after night, even now,

the children have to be taken

into the underground shelters

as firing starts. "The children

of the sun must learn to live

like moles at night," he remark-

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HEINRICH HEINE— After a Century
(Concluded from Page, 28)

times cruel, irony and sarcasm,

could yet find much love in the

world around him. He could at

times be very vengeful, and at

other times quite considerate

and forgiving — something

which Marx couldn't afford —
because he was so very human.

You couldn't place a man like

Heine within a party framework

and keep him there for long.

The consistency, the construc-

tiveness, that we will find —
if we look for it—in Heinrich

Heine is, therefore, not of the

intellectual but of the artistic

sort. It is only where Heine,

the sentimentally lyric and

ironic poet and prose writer, ex-

ercises full control over Heine

the man of ideas and not the

other way around, that we can

really enjoy him and see the

reason for his great hold on the

world of literature, even to this

day. It is style and form and

emotional expression, rather

than intellectual content, not

what he says but how he says

it, that have kept some at least

of Heine's prose writings alive,

to say nothing of the poems, no

matter how much people may
have resented the ideas he ex-

pressed in other writings.

Jewish as well as non-Jewish

writers who have written on

Heine have often, I believe, fail-

ed to recognize that Heine the

artist is imcomparably more im-

portant than Heine the intellec-

tual who dashed off short, journ-

alistic, polemical pieces in which

he expressed all sorts of con-

tradictory opinions on religion,

politcis and economics. Jewish

writers have argued whether

Heine was at heart a Jew, a

"meshumad" (convert) or pa-

gan, forgetting that Heine was a

great literary artist above every-

thing else. Certainly "The Rabbi

of Bacharach", "Yehuda Ben
Halevy" and "The Sabbath

Queen" belong to Jewish litera-

ture, since they present Judaism

in a favorable light. But many
seem to forget that if these po-

etic and prose works weren't li-

erature, if they weren't as beau-

tifully written as they are, they

would have no value for Jewry
either. Heine, above all, created

literature in the German lan-

guage, whether on German, on

Jewish, on Christian or on Eng-
lish themes. He regarded him-

self as the last of the so-called

romantic writers of Germany
who also gave birth to the mod-

ern style of writing. Whether
or not he was right in this re-

spect, he remains a pillar of

nineteenth-century European lit-

erature.

About all we can say positive-

ly about Heine trie Jew is that

during the last unfortunate

years of his life he expressed

pride in the Jewish heritage,

though he still would not call

himself a professing Jew. We
should let it go at that, instead

of trying to prove that in his

last — or even earlier — years

Heine was a protagonist of

Judaism or Zionism because at

one time or another he had some

good things to say about both,

forgetting meanwhile his other,

unfavorable opinions of things

Jewish. After all, considering

the assimilated environment in

which he was brought up, we
Jews can afford to be charitable

to Heine, at times speaking like

a renegade and at other times

like a proud Jew, and also proud

of the fact that it was we Jews

who contributed such a tower-

ing figure to the literature of

modern Europe.

In the days of the Talmud, it

was customary to make mat-

zohs in different artistic shapes

and figures. These forms were

not approved by many authori-

ties as it necessitated allowing

the dough to stand longer which

might cause fermentation.

While the original purpose of

perforating matzoh was to pre-

vent it from rising, in many in-

stances the perforations were

utilized to form figures of ani-

mals and flowers.

Fun of Being a Jew
My friend Milt was handing

me some ideas on how to run a

Jewish column, though Milt is

in another business altogether.

He said: "Jewish columnists

push too hard on the pain of be-

ing Jewish, as if there were no
fun in Jewish life, though
there's plenty of that.''

Naturally, I spoke up to Milt

. . . "That doesn't describe my
column. That column of mine
more often gives out a twinkle

and a laugh than any look of

anguish." I told Milt about the

scolding letter I had received

from a Jacksonville guy who
thought I was trying to be in-

decently funny in a recent col-

umn; it was a bit of laugh at

Reform Judaism . . . "Yes, Milt,

I might say that mine really is

one of the brighter ones."

"Says who?" Milt sneered. He
went on to say, though, that he
wasn't meaning to find fault

with my column in particular

. . . "What I really mean is to

suggest to you and all other

Jews is the fun that's in being

Jewish. Our leaders try to make
Jewish life so sad. I go to those

big public Jewish dinners and

what do I get from them after

the roast beef or the chicken a

la king? Dinner over, I get over-

whelmed by lamentations from

off the speakers' table . . . Oi,

yoi, yoi over this and ai, yai, yai

over that . . . They make you

want to cry almost. I have left

many a Jewish dinner broken-

hearted. The same goes for a lot

of Jewish columnists."

Milt went on to say that he
himself finds plenty of pleasure

out of being Jewish ... "I enjoy
every day. I brush away the

tears with which our speakers

fill my eyes and apply myself to

the fun of being Jewish. It's

really something. Only the Irish

and the Italians are able to get

as much fun out of their identi-

ties as Jews. It's all in our cul-

tures . . . for us, the Irish and
the Italians.

The pleasure of being Jewish
comes out of sources even much
deeper than of the cultural

pleasures of the Irish and Ital-

ians. We are so much older than
they.

How we Jews like to tell those

funny stories on ourselves,

though we may resent hearing

them out of the mouths of peo-

ple who aren't Jews. They just

don't know how to tell 'em with

proper affection . . . like it's done

in the family circle. And that

reminds me of something . . .

Segal, have you heard this one?

Stop me if you have."

Milt was telling me that one

about Abe, who married the non-

Jewish girl. His last name was
Goldberg, or maybe Goldstein,

but maybe it wasn't either Gold-

berg or Goldstein, it may have

been Levinson, or anyway, may-
be just Segal. After Abe mar-

ried the girl, whose name was
Sullivan, he changed his name
to Goldsborough, or maybe, to

Giltedge; though it might have

been Lewiston in place of Levin-

son or, anyway, Sealingham in

place of Segal.

How unhappy Abe's mama
was ; not only had he married a

girl of another faith, but also

had given up the old family

name, and that was something

else again . . . Sealingham for

Segal, or Goldsborough for Gold-

stein, or what have you.

After the honeymoon voyage,

Abe invited his mama to a big

reception he was giving in the

leading hotel. And how happy

he was when mama said she'd

surely be there. The reception

evening comes . . . the big ball-

room is filled with the guests . .
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but where's mama? No mama!
Abe hunts for her all over the

big hall ... No mama ! He rushes

down into the lobby, and what
do you know? There sits mama!
. . . "What's the matter, mama?
Why do you sit here when you

should be upstairs?"

"Oh, my sweet boy, Abe," she

replies, "you see I forgot your

last name. I come in here and

they ask me who I want to see

and I just can't remember your

last name. What is your name,

Abe?"

I told Milt I had heard that

one and Milt said he was telling

it just to illustrate how Jews

have so much fun telling jokes

on themselves . . . like a big,

happy family in which the boys

love to poke gently at each other

. . . "Like in the big apartment

house where I live," he said. "A
lot of Jews live there and though

we haven't all been introduced

to one another, we feel we really

know each other and even ex-

change a bit of Jewish kidding

when we pass . . . It's all in the

family in which we have known
each other these thousands of

years past ; we have lived so long

in the world and remember so

much talk about out of our past

. . . Only the other day I'm wait-

ing for the elevator in the lobby

and alongside me stands a neigh-

bor I don't know any too well,

except as another Jew. He says
to me, T just heard a good story

and maybe you'd like to hear it?

Stop me if you've heard it.'

"So he tells me about a chazan
in the village of Plunjan which
did and maybe still stands in

Lithuania, though maybe not,

considering what the Nazis did

to Lithuania when they went
through there. It was Yom Kip-

pur service in the Plunjan syna-

gogue and the chazan's voice

was deep in the late afternoon

prayers of Yom Kippur, when he

is interrupted by someone shout-

ing, 'water! water!' in the schul.

It was the cry of a worshiper

who was feeling awfully thirsty

after being without water to

drink all day and since the even-

ing before, on account of Yom
Kippur.

"After service, the chazan re-

bukes him . . . "You should be

ashamed of yourself to cry out

for water to drink in schul on

such a day as Yom Kippur' . . .

Man of the Month

All the world pays homage to the successful man or woman.

Living Legacy
The year 1956 marks the 100th anniversary of the birth of

the great American and great Jew, Louis D. Brandeis. To cel-

ebrate the centennial of the man whom Woodrow Wilson
praised as "a friend of all just men and a lover of the right,"

whom Franklin D. Roosevelt fondly called "Isaiah," and whom
Stephen Wise affirmed as "indisputably and incomparably our
greatest Jew since the day of Herzl," the American Jewish Con-
gress re-examined the philosophy and life work of the Supreme
Court Justice and a founder of the Congress at its National

Biennial Convention held April 12-15 at the Hotel Biltmore in

[New York City.

That the A. J. Congress delegates explored the magnifi-

cent Brandeis legacy is a heartening tribute to a man whose
teachings and precepts helped to mold the nation and its peo-
ple. Brandeis, the American jurist, profoundly affected our
concepts of government, freedom, democracy and social justice.

Brandeis, the American Zionist who was so influential in effec-

tuating the Balfour Declaration, dreamed and worked for the

Jewish Homeland. Brandeis, the affirmative Jew, fought not
only for the rights of Jews throughout the world, but labored

unceasingly to lead his fellow American Jews toward democ-

racy in Jewish life. This vast effort, 40 years ago, shook Ameri-

can Jewish life to its core. The great debates gave form and

substance to the surging Congress Movement and let to the

creation of American Jewry's first instrument for expressing

its democratic will.

An Important Decision

The Supreme Court of North Carolina rendered a decision

on February 3, that has implications for Jewish working peo-

ple. The court's decision came in the case of Imogene R. Mill-

er, a Salisbury textile worker, who was discharged frtom her job

with Cannon Mills.

The State Employment Security Commission had ruled

that her refusal to work on the third shift from 11 p. m. Friday

until 7 a. m. Saturday made her "unavailable" for work and

hence not entitled to unemployment benefits.

The Supreme Court, in an opinion written by Associate

Justice Jeff Johnson said "We embrace the view that work

which requires one to violate his moral standards is not ordi-

narily suitable work within the meaning of the statute. And
necessarily the precepts of a religious belief to which one con-

scientiously and in good faith adheres is an essential part of

one's moral standards.

"Therefore, where, as here, a person embraces a religious

faith, the tenets and practices of which imperil her to treat as

her true Sabbath the period from sundown Friday until sun-

down Saturday ... It would offend the moral conscience of

such person to require her to engage in secular work during

such period."

The court sent the case back to the Employment Security-

Commission with instructions that the unemployment compen-
sation be paid.

Chief Justice M. V. Barnhill dissented to the decision.

The American Jewish Congress and North Carolina Asso-

ciation of Rabbis intervened in the case as a friend of the court

on Mrs. Miller's side.

Signs of Progress
Two incidents, in widely-separated parts of the country,

are encouraging to those of us who hope for a more under-
standing relationship between the Jew and his non-Jewish
neighbor.

In Charlotte, N. C, the City Council recently passed an
ordinance making it a crime to publish or distribute unsigned
literature "which tends to expose any individual, or any racial

or religious groups to hatred, contempt, ridicule or obloquy."

While proposed by Alfred Smith, Chairman of Charlotte's

Anti-Defamation Committee, the law actually was drawn up
by City Attorney John Shaw. The new law followed the recent

Sabbath introduces us at once

to the problem of old age. For
we read—"and Abraham was
old, advanced in years." But
surely this recording of normal
aging would not attract unusual

notice, were it not for the com-
ment of the rabbis — "until

Abraham's time there was no

3ld age. Then Abraham came,

prayed to God and was granted

aid age."

What a strange and bewilder-

ing statement. What can our

sages possibly mean that "until

Abraham there was no old

iv! age?" Surely, even according to

the Torah, Abraham was not

the first old man. In fact, all his

predecessors lived longer than

ailhe. Kenan, Jared, Methusaleh

were among those whose life

3pans were the greatest ever

recorded in human history. How
then could the rabbis contradict

the evidence of Scripture and
say that Abraham was the first

man?

And the Torah which has

aised the question also answers
t. In the case of Abraham's
jredecessors, it is true, they

ived to a ripe old age. But what
iid they do in their lifetime?

What did they accomplish dur-

ng their sojourn on earth?

1'A.bout the forefathers of Abra-
ham—about Kenan, Jared, and
Methusaleh, it is simply written

—"and they begat many sons

ind daughters!" Yes, for all the

abulous number of years that

hese men lived, all they did, all

hat they accomplished was to

jeget children.

But, when we turn to Father
Abraham, we see clearly that

lis life was full of accomplish-

Adding Cife to Our years

By DR. JACOB MILGROM

The problems thai arise with growing older are of much concern to

many of us. The following text of a sermon delivered earlier this

year by Dr. Milgrom to his congregation, Temple Beth El, of Rich-
mond Va. deals admirably with this important subject. — THE
EDITOR.

ment, particularly so in the pe-

riod of his old age. For Abra-

ham, life began at 75. At this

advanced age, tradition tells us,

he uprooted himself from home,

his friends, his business and

community, and undertook the

perilous journey across the des-

ert to start a new life in Canaan

—to found a family and faith, a

new idea of God, and a new peo-

ple to transmit it. It is, there-

fore, true that the forerunners

of Abraham attained old age,

and even lived longer than he.

But, they did nothing with

their longevity. Abraham, on

the other hand, attained his

greatest achievement and re-

nown at the end of his life,

while he was an old man.

No wonder, then, the Torah

emphasizes that Father Abra-

ham was really the first to at-

tain old age. For it was Abra-

ham who first exhibited poten-

tial contributions that the aged

can make to society.

How urgently is this lesson

from the Torah needed by man-

kind, particularly our own gen-

eration. For it is during these

last few decades that medical

science has taken such breath-

lessly rapid strides in prolong-

ing the life span of man, and

increasing the number of old

people in society. A few statis-

tics compiled within the Com-
monwealth of Virginia will suf-

fice to point up this remarkable

fact. In 1920 there were 98,000

people above the age of 65. In

1950, there were 214,000 and in

1960 it is estimated there will

be 300,000 such aged in Vir-

gia alone. Why, at this rate, in

the country as a whole, by 1980

there will be at least 24,000,000

over the age of 65.

Man's physical survival to a

ripe old age is now possible.

But, the problem remains, what
of his mental, emotional, his

spiritual survival? Yes, man
may be able to live a long time

in retirement! What will he do?

How will he feel useful? How
can he feel that he belongs?

How can we prevent feelings of

loneliness, futility and despair?

Let me rephrase the problem

in terms of the Torah. It is very

feasible, according to respected

medical opinion, that in the near

future a life span of 100 or 150

years will be possible. The re-

ported longevity of a Kenan,

Jared or Methusaleh may actu-

ally be realized. But, the ques-

tion which the Torah asks is

still in place. Will it be said of

us, too, that all we have accom-

plished is "that we have begat

sons and daughters?" Having

attained fullness of years, with

what will these years be filled?

Having added years to life, will

we be able to add life to our

years ?

It therefore behooves us to

examine, in the life of Jewish

teaching, the value and status

of the aged in our midst. In an-

cient days we know of gerocide,

the old were regarded as use-

less and unproductive and there-

fore, they were destroyed and

killed off, lest they become a

drain to society. In our own
day, thank God, the teachings of

all religions have taught us not

to take the lives of our elders.

But somehow, our attitudes to-

wards them have changed very

little.

Merely to examine the vocab-

ulary of old age as found in our

daily speech would suffice to

indicate that we regard the aged

as superfluous. We speak of

old age as the "unproductive
years;" as the "days of retire-

ment," meaning for the most
part, a total withdrawal from
the urge and surge of commun-
ity life.

To thrust home the depth to

which our prejudice toward old

age has penetrated our think-

ing, let us turn once again to

our Torah text. It reads "Vo'

Abraham zaken, ba bayamin,"
which the King James, the im-

peccable and magnificent King
James, translates "and Abra-
ham was old, stricken in years."

And even the Jewish Publication

Society Bible, the official Jew-
ish translation reads "stricken

in years."

Indeed, when the scholarly

experts mistranslate "ba bay-

amin" which means "advanced

in years" as "stricken in years,"

no additional evidence need be

sought to demonstrate the deep-

rooted prejudice of western so-

ciety that to be old is to be

stricken—to contract disease

and misfortune.

Obviously such ungrained

bias cannot be confined to the

innocuous realm of language

and speech. It's venom seeps in-

to our actions and habits as

well. Need we be reminded that

in Twentieth Century America

a man over 40 finds it difficult

to obtain employment? Great

corporations and businesses will

not even be ashamed to admit

that they practice discrimina-

tion towards the aged. As they

tell us, the future of America

rests in its youth; "get up and

go" is the measuring rod of

business; physical vigor, stam-

Jellied Chicken

Boil a chicken in just enough

water to cover it until the meat
falls from the bones. Remove the

chicken. Take all the meat from
the bones, chop fine and season

with salt and pepper to taste.

Put into a mold a layer of chop-

ped chicken and a layer of sliced

hard-cooked eggs. Add alternate

layers of chicken and eggs until

the mold is % full. Boil down the

liquor until two cups are left.

Moisten 2 tablespoons of vege-

table gelatine with y± cup of cold

water. Add to the hot stock and

stir until the gelatine is dissolv-

ed. Pour into the mold over the

meat. Set in the refrigerator for

several hours to jell.

Pressed Chicken

Prepare Chicken Fricassee.

Use as little water as possible.

When the chicken is very tender,

remove all the meat from the

bone, and take off all the skin.

Chop the chicken meat as fine

as powder. Add just enough

well-seasoned chicken gravy to

hold the meat together. Press it

into the shape of a brick be-

tweent two platters, and put a

heavy weight over it. Chill in the

refrigerator for several hours.

Serve whole, garnish with pars-

ley and lemon. Slice at the table,

and serve with pickles and

olives.

Veal may be pressed in the

same way. A combination of half

veal and half chicken is deli-

cious.

Chicken Giblet Fricassee

Saute in two tablespoons of

chicken fat 1 large onion, 2

stalks of celery and i/
2 green

pepper, all finely diced. When
the vegetables are tender, add

cut-up giblets of two or more

chickens. Wings, gizzard, neck,

etc., may be used. Brown the gib-

lets and add 2 cups of water, y%
teaspoon salt, 14 teaspoon pep-

per, and 1 teaspoon of paprika.

Simmer for 1 hour and add small

hamburger balls. For the giblets

of 2 chickens, ^ pound of ham-
burger will be sufficient. Cook
until the chicken is tender.

Thicken the gravy with 1 table-

spoon of flour mixed with i/i

cup of cold water. One table-

spoon of catsup may be added, if

desired.

Home-Style Chicken Tamale

Bring to a boil 4 cups of well-

seasoned chicken stock. Gradu-

ally stir in i/
2 cup of corn meal.

Cook and stir for 30 minutes.

Season with 1 tablespoon of

chili sauce, 3 tablesponoos of to-

mato catsup, 1 teaspoon of Span-

ish peper sauce, and salt to taste.

Add 1 cup of diced cooked chick-

en, heat thoroughly and serve in

ramekins.

Chicken A La Sweetbread

Cut the breast of fricasseed

chicken into small pieces. Add ^
cup of sliced, sauted mushrooms.

Stir into li/2 cups of Brown

Sauce, and serve in patty shells.

Sweetbread With Mushrooms

Clean 2 pair of sweetbreads,

boil until tender and cut into

small pieces. Heat 1 tablespoon

of fat, add 1 tablespoon of flour,

stir until smooth and add V2 cup

of the liquor of a can of mush-

rooms and 14 cup of soup stock.

Add 1 teaspoon catsup, 1 tea-

spoon mushroom catsup, a few

drops of kitchen bouquet, a clove

of garlic and a small onion. Sea-

son with salt and pepper to

taste. Simmer 15 minutes and

remove the onion and garlic. Add

sweetbreads, V2 cup of sliced

canned mushrooms, and 2 finely

chopped, hard-cooked eggs.

of the old," says the clear voice

of our Bible. And our rabbis

explain: respect for the aged
means not to sit in their seat,

not to speak before they speak,

nor to contradict them after

they speak. Nor does it make
any difference whether the el-

der is learned or not, whether he

is Jew or Gentile. His age in it-

self deserves and commands our

respect. "Who is sure of heav-

en?" asks the Talmud. "He who
honors the aged."

And it is not that Jewish tra-

dition is worshipfully idealistic

about the aged. It recognizes, all

too realistically, that age can be

accompanied by senility, that it

can be marked by acts of irre-

sponsibility and foolishness. As
the rabbis put it: "the ideal is

to be both old and wise, for

there are some who have years

and lack wisdom, and there are

some who have wisdom and

lack years."

But, the respect that Jewish

tradition mandates for the aged

stems from a healthy appreci-

ation of the accumulative ex-

perience and matured wisdom

that can only come with ad-

vanced age. In fact, the word

"Zaken" is both the word for

old man and wise man. And
when we speak of "the 'zikne

ha-ir," the elders of the city, we
mean the counsellors, the judi-

ciary, those who are selected to

sit in judgment over others.

The Bible itself makes this ex-

plicit when it tells us that the

destruction of Solomon's king-

dom took place primarily be-

cause the counsel of the aged

was spurned in favor of the ad-

vice given by younger men.

And, in our day, the indispen-

sable position which the aged

should hold in society, was clear-

ly and forcibly emphasized in a

speech made by Dr. Louis Fin-

kelstein, the president of the

Jewish Theological Seminary, at

the last convention of the Rab-

binical Assembly of America.

Speaking to the rabbis in per-

sonal, fatherly tones, Dr. Fin-

kelstein decried the untimely

loss of some of his colleagues,

who had died in the prime of

life. And he counselled the rab-

bis to take longer vacations and

in particular, to set aside some

time each day for the study of

Torah, removed from the anxie-

ties and pressures of congrega-
tional administration. And he
made this particularly perti-

nent remark: "One man age 60
is more valuable to me than 10

men age 20." And in what stark

contrast does this statement

stand in the face of employment
policies in vogue in our land to-

day. For here we have the rec-

ognition that only with age can

there come that wisdom that

can never be acquired by brains

or books—a wisdom that comes
only through living, through
experience, through the con-

frontation and the resolution of

those anxieties and problems of

life which years alone can pro-

vide.

That is why we all rejoice

with the plans for the new Beth
Sholom Home for the Aged. For,

if you saw these plans at the

Jewish Community Council An-

nual Meeting as I did, you would

have noticed that the blueprints

not only call for peerless dining,

living and kitchen and hospital

facilities, but, for a hobby

room, a crafts room, a Syna-

gogue, a library, a study and an

assembly hall, all of which carry

out the noble objective set up

by Beth Sholom to have its resi-

dents "participate in a broadly

conceived program of occupa-

tional therapy, recreation, cul-

tural and religious activities

that will give them a feeling of

usefulness." Thus, along with

the medical science, along with

the increased space the new

home will provide, not only will

we be adding years to the life of

our aged, but adding life to

their years. For we will be

granting them the opportunity

to serve their society, a privi-

lege which Judaism conferred

upon them many centuries ago.

Indeed, it was the first Jew,

Father Abraham who, along

with his major contributions in

the field of religion and ethics,

also taught us and demonstrat-

ed by his example that old age

is the time for maximum ful-

fillment. And, in giving these

new facilities to our aged, in

reordering our perspective on

the value and status of our old

people, we, too, may experience

the fulfillment granted to Fath-

er Abraham — "and Abraham
was old, advanced in years; and

the Lord had blessed Abraham
in all things."

There Must Be An Answer
One could not sit in, as did we, at the sessions of the April

28th-29th convention of the North Carolina B'nai B'rith Asso-
ciation, without coming away with a genuine admiration for

the fine job that is being done Jewishly in the smaller com-
munities of the state. As the representatives of the smaller
lodges recited their achievements for the year, those who were
there from the larger towns blushed for the most part, with a

sense of their inadequacy.

We have been observing the scene for a number of years,

pondering the matter in an effort to find the reasons for the

disparity of interest. The defense often made by the larger com-
munities, that too much is expected of the same small handful
of stalwarts, doesn't quite satisfy. Surely, in the smaller groups,
this would hold true to an even greater extent because there is

a smaller number to begin with, to shoulder the responsibili-

ties.

Recently, in one of the larger communities, a meeting was
held by the charities federation as a kick-off for their annual
campaign. One of the outstanding philanthropists of the coun-
try was announced as the guest speaker. Adequate notices were
sent out to the entire community. There was newspaper pub-
licity. There was a follow-up notice. A telephone committee
functioned conscientiously. And yet. when the meeting was
held, exactly 74 men and women showed up out of a potential

800. Certainly a disappointing and discouraging result for those

who had given of their time and effort. In this same community
the local B'nai B'rith lodge has had similar difficulty in secur-

ing interest in its attempts to function. Its officers give unstint-

ed time and effort, all to no avail. Other larger communities
are having the same experience.

In all of our study of the situation, we have failed thus far

to come up with a satisfactory answer. This much we have ob-

served: It takes an influx of new and younger workers to

achieve whatever revivals of interest have been achieved in the

larger communities. It is not unreasonable that the "old-timers"

do get tired of continually carrying the load. It therefore re-

mains, as a major possibility of remedy, to find a way of inter-

esting the new and younger groups.

looking a Gift Horse in the Mouth
We read with considerable interest, not unmixed with a

bit of amusement, the recently published report of B'nai

B'rith's Anti-Defamation League on the subject, "Are We
Winning the Fight Against Medical School Quotas?"

The report seemed to indicate a positive answer to the

question. It indicated that almost 50 per cent of the students

in the 1956, 1957 and 1958 graduate classes in medical schools

in New York state, were Jewish. This was an increase of over

300 per cent as against 1940 figures.

What occasioned our amusement was the fact that the

commentator on the report, instead of shouting "hallelujah!"

seemed to go to considerable pains to find some reason why

the figures were misleading, and at best, showed a trend that

was but temporary.

This was so characteristic of our people. Not "Sufficient

Unto The Day," but "What About Tomorrow?" Of course,

it must be admitted that we have in the past had so many un-

fortunate experiences that we have almost subconsciously got-

ten into the habit of "looking for the hook" — of being sus-

picious of anything good that might be happening to us. And
so, it is pointed out in the comment on the findings, that the

figures are for New York state alone, and might not be true

of the remainder of the country. Another reference is made to

the possibility that the results are occasioned by fear — fear

on the part of admission officials, because of the amount of

attention that has been called to discrimination in medical

schools.

As far as we are concerned, we are perfectly willing to ac-

cept the figures on their face value and look forward not only

to their being maintained, but possibly improved in the future.

Religion in the Public Schools
This much-agitated subject is still causing concern and

wholesale division of opinion. A satisfactory adjustment seems

remote. What seem to be possible answers have failed to achieve

agreement largely because of the insistence by each of the many
factions, that their viewpoint is the only sound one.

The division ranges all the way from those who insist on an
unequivocal enforcement of what is a law of the land, by reason

of the Supreme Court decision in the famed McCullom case, to

those who still insist that there is justification for religious in-

doctrination as a normal part of public school instruction. We
are faced in this controversy with the same element that we
have in others, notable the matter of desegregation. It is a ques-

tion of theory against practice. Where there does not seem to

be much disagreement with theory, there is a wide failure to

see eye to eye on practical implementation.

There are among our own people those who take a decided

stand against any evidence of religion in our public schools.

Their contention is that religion is entirely a matter for the

churches and the homes. With this viewpoint we cannot agree.

We are, of course, wholeheartedly opposed to religious indoc-

trination of any specific faith. However, we can see room for

the argument that religion, in the abstract, has a place in any

gathering, whether it be a group of school children, or of adults

coming together. It is a generally accepted practice that at gath-

erings of people, whether it be a banquet or just an ordinary

assembly, to begin proceedings with an invocation.

Practically all of the faiths involved in this controversy be-

lieve in one God. Why not a prayer at the morning assembly,

devoid of any denominational references, but addressed to this

one God common to all of us, calling for a blessing and guid-

ance in the tasks of the day ahead? There should not be too

much of a problem in working out the wording of such a peti-

And hers and there, as you

know, there are quotas for Jews

in colleges. Still, anyway, we do

ride as equals on all the buses

everywhere.

"So, Segal, I'm asking you,

why aren't you speaking up

courageously in your column for

the rights of these other people

down South who have had to

take plenty ? What's holding

you?"

Yes, I replied tomy friend, I

was thinking along that line

only the other evening ... at

a dinner at which Rabbi Eisen-

drath, president of the Union of

American Hebrew Congrega-

tions (Reform) was speaking.

He challenged rabbis every-

where in the land to speak up
courageously for the rights of

fellowmen of darker color in the

South.

Now, as I come to the point

of writing a column on this, I

start by imagining myself to be

a Jew of the South, and what
should I be saying and doing

about desegregation ... I, the

Jew, how should I do and say in

the South these days? Or should

I just keep still?

How well I remember the

denials that I myself, as a Jew,

have had to take during 2000

years. There have been times,

not so far off, when Jews suf-

fered lynchings far beyond the

blood thirstiness of mean little

mobs in the South . . . The 6

millions murdered by Hitler ! . . .

As Jew of the South I have been

feeling proud of improvement in

my community ... In the recent

years the only lynching I remem-
ber in the South is the foul

murder of that Till boy . . . May-
be, by social evolution, we're on

the way to a good day of justice

for all men in my South, after

all.

What should I, as a Southern-

er, be saying now to my fellow-

citizens about things that have

been going on down here ? Should

I speak up t I could tell them : I

could tell them it is for the com-

mon good for all people to have

their human rights. I know this

from the experience of us Jews

in this land.

Though there still are dis-

criminations against Jews, we

have been free men here ....
free to opportunity . . . free to

make our lives good. And we

have made greatly good in this

freedom. Our men and women
have made noble contributions

to the arts and sciences, to the

prosperity of this country, to the

theatre, to literature, to the

healing of medicine (like Dr.

Salk's gift) ; to the law and to

the knowledge of the universe

that is of mathematics and

physics; (Einstein and Oppen-

heimer)

.

Yes, I might say to my fel-

low-Southerners, where there

are no highwalls to segregate

them from opportunity, men
come forward with fine gifts

for all of us. What would have

been the Jew's service to man-

kind if he had been kept apart

by walls of segregation that he

never could climb? So, may 1

not, as a Jew of the South, right-

eously speak up for the rights of

other men who in our time are

kept apart from a just share in

the common life and its opport-

unities.

But, really, can I as a South-

ern Jew afford to say all this"
1

How will it hurt all of us Jews

for me to speak that way to my
fellow-citizens? Already, as I

hear, the lice of anti-Semitism

are digging themselves into pro-

segregation groups. It seems the

i^sue of integration vs. segrega-

tion is being taken up by some

of them as a convenience for

such lice to ride in on.

So, should I, this Southern

Jew, cause trouble for all Jews

by speaking out bravely? I

v/ould satisfy my conscience by

brave speech, but maybe I would

hurt all Jews. What, then,

should I do? Keep still or speak?

I gather this is the anguish,

too, of many a Jew of the South.

His religious teaching and his

history may tell him of his duty

to all men who are denied; his

consideration for the welfare of

fellow-Jews tell him maybe he

should take It all quietly.

Yet, in my own indecision as

an imaginary Jew of the South,

I have just found some courage

for myself in The Southern Jew-

ish Weekly of Jacksonville, in

a recent article, "Jews and De-

segregation." The Southern

Jewish Weekly was saying:

"The Jewish community can be

proud of the part which some of

the leaders have played and are

playing in the current controv-

ersy over desegregation in the

South. Evidence is beginning to

mount that Southern Jewry is

expressing itself on this issue

in outspoken terms."

It speaks of the courage of I

Rabbis Paul Reich and Joseph

Schechter of Norfolk, Va. They

denounced the Virginia effort to

fight to integration, by encou ra g-

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How Can We Realize

Our True Self?

Torah'-The Means to Our Self-Realization

In a brilliant essay entitled,

"Two Masters," Achad Ha'am
points out that every human be-

ing enocunters a conflict be-

tween his individual conscious-

ness and the superimposed will

of society. Every civilized per-

son who is bred in an orderly

state of society lives all his life

in the condition of a hypnotic

subject, subservient to the will

of others. Through the medium
of race, language, and education,

a vast number of customs and

laws are imposed on the individ-

ual, limiting his movements and
giving a definite character to

his intelligence, his feelings, his

impulses and desires. On the

other hand, each person tries to

express what is typically his or

hers, often leading to a conflict

between the individual ego and
what Bergson described as the

"Verbal Ego." Thomas Hobbes
constructed a new philosophy of

the state by emphasizing the

fact in that the "state of nature"

there was only struggle and

strife between human beings,

and the state arose as a neces-

sary means of self-preservation.

Similarly, if we analyze the eco-

nomic interests of the individual

in contrast to the state, we will

see two contradictory points of

view. Under the present eco-

nomic system, private economy
is concerned exclusively with

the amount of profit that can be

derived from a specific business

venture. The greatest forms of

promotion conceivable may be

employed, whether it be the em-

ployer or employee, buyer or

seller, in order to achieve that

purpose. The economic interests

of the state, however, are direct-

ed toward the promotion of com-

mon welfare, seeking to provide

all of its members with a proper

means of existence. The same
holds true for the Jewish people.

We are an aspect of the whole

and yet a distinct entity. Thus
there arises a discrepancy be-

tween the way of living demand-

ed by our ego and the forces

which make of us a cog in the

at historic Oxford Univer-

sity in England, in The Nether-
lands, and in several other coun-

tries.

By RABBI MAURICE L. ZIGMOND

Director, B'nai B'rith, Hillel Foundation
at the Hebrew University in Jerusalem

It is often asked : Why a B'nai

B'rith Hillel Foundation in Is-

rael ? It is a fair question, for ac-

tually the B'nai B'rith Hillel

building and program serve a

somewhat different purpose

than do their many counterparts

in the United States, Canada,

and England. Here there is no

necessity of providing a "Jewish

environment." Judaism is to be

found in every aspect of Israeli

life — in the language of the

streets, in the Sabbath and fes-

tivals, and in the aspirations

and interests of the people.

B'nai B'rith Hillel House in

Jerusalem may be said to serve

three major functions. It fills,

in the first place, a physical need

which is not likely to be felt at

most universities in America.

There is no other place here for

students to sit in warm and com-

fortable surroundings, to listen

to music, to read the latest pa-

pers and periodicals, to play

chess or scrabble, and to con-

verse with their fellow students.

The University itself, as well as

its many departments, finds in

Beth Hillel accommodations for

a variety of extra-curricular ac-

tivities, which include recep-

tions, lectures and seminars. Al-

most daily the meeting rooms of

Beth Hillel are utilized by some
branch of the University. Per-

haps the teaching staff of the

Economics Department gathers

for a conference. Perhaps the

faculty and students of the Eng-

lish Department arrange a ne-

shef (party). Perhaps a foreign

\isitor is being welcomed by

the University administration.

Learned societies are accommo-
dated to the extent that space is

available. Under the joint aus-

pices of B'nai B'rith and the Je-

rusalem Chamber Music Society,

there are monthly concerts at

which a considerable number of

seats are reserved for students.

In cooperation with the Israel

radio, "Kol Yisrael," monthly

broadcasts of music and discus-

sion issue from Beth Hillel.

The second basic function of

Hillel in Jerusalem is to provide

a bridge between the students

of Israel and the students and

cultures of the Diaspora. Since

B'nai B'rith Hillel Foundations

are American - sponsored, our

building itself is a visible sym-

bol of this relationship. It is in-

evitable, too, that a certain em-

phasis is to be found in the liter-

ature and periodicals which are

made available and in less obvi-

ous manifestation.; of the Amer-
ican way of life. At Beth Hillel,

America is a host to Israeli

youth, and the relationship is

one which can only generate

friendship, gco;l will and mutual

understanding.

The Bible tells us, "Man can-

not live by bread alone . . ." This

applies to all the peoples of the

world. Long before civilization

as we know it, and through the

evolution of need and man's in-

genuity of accomplishment, it

became a prime factor in the or-

der of life; companionship with

our fellow man. To this day the

warmth of a friendly handshake,

even in a brief moment, has nev-

er failed to unite friends. Social

contact has been a paramount
blessing to this turbulent world.

In the past twenty-five years,

here in Richmond, Va., we have

had the important need of a mu-
tually beneficial social meeting

place. Though through these

years we have had in our syna-

gogues and community endeav-

ors a warm cordiality of meet-

ing each other, it was only a par-

tial answer to these social prob-

lems, and each in turn went their

single ways. The elder genera-

tion, long adapted to this, be-

came stoic, but the younger gen-

eration felt the need more and

more.

The world quotes an old story,

'the time and the place creates

the man,' which invariably has

been true. But many near Mes-

siahs formed groups and made a

serious effort to create a new
social order which could meet
the gracious expectancy of pres-

ent-day living. Futile and de-

feated eventually by the old die-

hards who felt it couldn't be

done, these sincere groups floun-

dered their way into oblivion and

their moment of high ideals

faded away.

But not so; for some three

years ago, into the determined

mind of a pleasantly aggressive

man came the thoughts that

there was a place for social con-

tacts. He felt that the need was
important and ably recognizable.

Richmond needed a Country

Club, where a man and his fam-

ily could relax and enjoy a truly

luxurious moment of social asso-

ciation. Such a man was Harold

Breit of Richmond, Va. Success-

ful in his business ventures, he

felt that this gnawing need was
possible, and now was the time.

He set himself to the task of do-

ing something about it, in earn-

est.

This then, was the beginning

of a great adventure for a group

of Richmonders who wanted

something very seriously and

accomplished it magnificently.

This is not alone the story of

Harold Breit, but also of those

who too recognized the need for

highly evaluated social contacts.

Words fail to tell of this ideal-

ism, and of the courage and

staunch belief that it could be

brought to fruition. It should

be recorded here at this point,

and we do so in great compli-

ment of the names of these men
who are the founders and pio-

neers of the Oak Hill Country

Club. They are: Messrs. Harold

Breit, Irving Abady, Herman
Abady, Nathan Petersiel, Sam
Perel, Dr. Sidney Pollack, David

A. Brown, Dr. Isador Bass, N.

Irwin Shapiro, Jack Brown, Ben
Katz, Jack Bernstein, Albert

Liniado, Max Plotkin, Harry
Abrahamson, Irving J. Meyers,

and Max Lehman.

To reaffirm their faith and as

an honest pledge of this faith in

this idea of new social sphere in

Richmond, Va., each wrote their

own check for two thousand dol-

lars. It was in this manner that

the Patterson Land Corporation

was created. The corporation

carried into fruition the idea by

the purchase of a tract of land

in Goochland County of over:

two hundred acres.

On this sweep of earth there

stood a gallant oak tree, high on

a wooded knoll. This tree, sym-

bolic of the early Indian lore as

a tradition of strength, and with

many legends attached to its

history, became a symbol to the
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new owners. No better name
could be found than The Oak
Hill Country Club.

Laborious work, sacrifices and

determination were the keynotes

of these men from the moment
the deed Was signed. It would

seem that three years in the life

of a child could only bring it a

smattering of speech and pos-

sibly the ability to walk, but to

the seventeen who had faith,

these years of their labor, three,

were ones of accomplishment

and time. They brought into the

work and membership many
who, though skeptical, went
along with bated breath, as they

too, deeply within, wanted this

Utopia of leisure with friends.

Each one assumed further

responsibilities and, in turn,

brought their friends into the

ranks. Contracts were let and

the troubles of a hafi-million-

dollar project started in full

force. Headaches, mistakes, and

the eradication of these mis-

takes kept the growing mem-
bershop galloping and fighting

all the time for the ideals in

which they believed. This three-

year-old baby was growing be-

yond their wildest dreams. It is

to be noted that with every plan

came the unanimous under-

standing that, it must be done in

the best materials, even better

than the best if it could be

found, and often that was the

case.

The grandeur and scope of

these men's efforts parallels

nothing we have ever had or has

ever been created in Richmond.

It is an evolution that came of

a want never fulfilled in our

community. Based on luxury, it

became the representative of un-

told subconscious desires for a

(pure social order and created on

an unselfish basis. Where a man,

his family and his friends could

relax with both old and new
friends, and enjoy the beauty of

a communal life.

On April 29, 1956 every found-

er was there and opened the

doors to the membership of 185,

while the fruits of their labor

unfolded. The dedication serv-

ices and dinner were celebrated

by almost four hundred people

in gala mood and attire.

Vaughan Gary, our Congress-

man, with his inimitable charm
and rhetorics, solemnly commit-

ted the ideals of this great build-

ing and its ideas to posterity as

a token gesture of its purpose

in conception of man's desire for

friendliness to his fellow man.

KING COTTON COMES TO ISRAEL
By Shlonto Barer

One day a few months ago I

was standing on the lush bank

of the Yarkon River, outside Tel

Aviv, watching some strange

scenes in a curiously flowered

field. From a mass of grey and

creamy clusters drying on straw

mats in the sun, an old farmer

piled lumps of cotton (with the

seed still imbedded) into a tall

crate open on top. When the

crate was half full, a straw-

blond and blue-eyed young man,

not untypical of the Israel sabra,

got up on a stool and jumped on

top of the fluffy mass. He had

removed his sandals and per-

formed a barefoot dance remi-

niscent of a grape - pressing

scene. When the mass had been

sufficiently trampled and press-

ed for the lid to go on, a bolt no

one had noticed was taken off

one side, the crate fell apart like

a folding screen, and 120 pounds

of raw cotton tumbled out, ready

bound for transport to the gin.

All the while a bespectacled

Texan in our group, an expert

from "way down south in the

Land of Cotton," was busy with

his thumb and forefinger pull-

ing and tearing at a tuft of cot-

ton until only a few layers of

fibre remained in his right hand,

which he smoothed and laid to

even ends with his left. He was

performing the complex opera-

tion of "drawing a staple"—the

length which spinners use for

determining the proper machin-

ery adjustments—and one learn-

ed with surprise that no me-

chanical device had yet been in-

vented which can do this job as

rapidly and precisely, to the

nearest thirty-second of an inch,

as a good manual "classer."

Led by the planter, a veteran

farmer in his silver-haired, sun-

parched sixties, we crossed the

Yarkon in single file over a sus-

pended bridge of two shaky
planks, with a hand-cable for

precarious support, feeling rath

er like explorers in an adventure

film. We were in fact exploring

the strange, new exotic scenes

of the panorama of cotton-pick

ing which, for the first time in

1955, had come to Israel on an

impressive and country - wide

scale. All through the hot au-

tumn and right through Decern

ber, over widely scattered fields

in Israel's new cotton belts—in

the fragrant Sharon, in the sul

try Beisan area of the Jordan

Valley and in the formerly arid

Negev, north and south of Beer-

sheba—men and women could be

seen treading and crawling their

way between the rows of foliage

and the fluff, bending and pick

ing and crawling on, and bend

ing again to fill their sacks in a

slow and tiring progression

Dark, lithe Jews from the Ye-

men, and their even darker and

lither brethren from Cochin;

teen-age boys who some months

before had still been playing

childish games in the "mellas"

of Morocco; young women from

Transylvania, Bessarabia, and

other Balkan provinces; and

sturdy fair-haired sabras sport

ing sugar-leaf hats with a swag-

ger, moved between the fields

and the weighing machines

emptying their thirty - pound

packs, drinking water, and

splashing it over their faces,

and consulting their picking fig-

ures — cotton-picking is piece-

work — as the shadows length-

ened and limbs grew weary with

body ache.

The way the "white gold" had

suddenly come to grow on little

trees in the Sharon and the Ne-

gev makes an interesting story.

Perhaps one should begin with

Mrs. Lichtenfels was born in

Baltimore, Md., but was brought

to Asheville as a baby by her

parents Moses D. and Carrie

Cone Long.

and their son Joseph Lichtenfels

live in Asheville, the second

daughter, Mrs. Rolland S. Ab-

rahams lives in Nashville, Tenn.,

and the third daughter, Mrs.

George Green, lives in Winston-

Salem, North Carolina.

During the time that Hitler

[was rising to power, and before

the second World War stopped

immigration, Mr. and Mrs. Lich-

tenfels were busy making out

affidavits for seventy - seven

j relatives and friends who wished

i to get out of Germany.

They were fortunate in being

lable to rescue thirty people who
have all been happy and con-

tented in the United States and

in Argentine.

Mrs. Lichtenfels has always

been interested in school and

civic affairs. While her children

were attending the public

schools she was four times pres-

ident of the Montford School

Parent-teacher Association and

helped form, and was secretary

f the City Parent Teacher

Council. During this time she

was chairman of the School

Beautiful Committee and of the

Montford School lunch room,

nd Lee Edwards High School

'afeteria Committee.

She was a member of the Civic

League which instigated the

planting of many of the shade

trees which line our streets and
was a member of the Board of

Directors of the Woman's Club
House when the new building

was erected at the corner of

Charlotte St. and Sunset Park-

way.

She helped organize the Wom-
en's Auxiliary of the Mission of

the Good Samaritan and the Girl

a little boy named Samuel who
set out in the late nineties from
Minsk in Russia and landed in

Jaffa when the Turks were still

there. He attended Hebrew
classes at the Gimnasia Herzlia,

when Tel Aviv was only ten or

fifteen years old. Then he fol-

lowed a dream of gold and rich-

es to the land of Uncle Sam. In

another not uncommon consum-
mation, he makes good as "Sam
Hamburg," prosperous cotton-

planter over the years in Cali-

fornia. Si thousand mile saway
fornia. Six thousand miles away
there is a little war in the Negev
Californian feels the pull of the

ancient land. He has a vision of

bringing cotton to the fields of

the Bible. If it grows in Egypt,

it can grow east of Sinai, too. He
flies across the ocean fifteen,

sixteen, eighteen times in a few
years, until his sheer stamina

convinces local skeptics and
busy officialdom to try and ex-

periment—and finds a helpful

partner, the Jewish National

Fund, which makes an area in

the Beisan Valley available for

the purpose of the tests. Cotton

is planted there on eighty acres

;

the following year on 800 acres

all over the land ; it blossoms

beautifully, the yield per acre is

higher than the record yield of

Arizona, and three times that of

the American national average.

What is more, sampling it, one

of the biggest mills in the Unit-

ed States declares itself ready to

pay a premium for it over any

American growth, including

Memphis, an aristocrat among
cottons.

Yield Is High

And so it came to pass by the

end of 1955 that, while tempers

and guns flared up periodically

at the Gaza border, Israel had

harvested her first cotton crop

of commercial significance, suf-

ficient to cover almost half of

the total requirements of her

spinneries and textile mills for

1956. In the new year, the area

to be planted will be increased

from 23,000 to 50,000 dunams,

and the crop is expected to be

doubled, too. The Israel yield

averaged two bales, or 1,100

pounds, per acre, compared to a

United States national average

somewhere around 300 pounds.

Where quality is concerned, 65

per cent of the crop was above
average, and in the two top local

grades — "strict middling" and
"good middling" — fibre length,

which decides the most impor-

tant characteristic of cotton, ex-

ceeded that of the same varie-

ties in America.

Cotton growing and market-

ing is a fascinating business,

but one beset by many problems

and hazards. Not only had the

planting areas to be chosen and
the farmers briefed down to

such little details as watering

times and the best type of pick-

ing sack, the pickers instructed,

and cotton gins established, but

such problems of a new agricul-

ture tackled as that of "class

raw cotton accurately for the

purposes of marketing and man-
ufacture. This was solved by
bringing over the bespectacled

man whose fingers twiddled

staples that afternoon in August

by the Yarkon, Mr. Elliot Gef-

fen, a "classer" licensed by the

U. S. Government. It was he,

who with two trainee assistants,

classed and sorted samples from

every one of the 10,000 bales or

so of cotton lint which issued

from Israel's new gins in 1955.

Supervising and coordinating

all activities and transactions in

this new sphere is the Israel

Cotton Production and Market-

ing Board. In a new flat, brick

bungalow in Tel Aviv's shady

administrative center at the Kir-

yia, Mr. Geffen — a remarkable

young man, a psychology gradu-

ate and an ordained rabbi in

Brooklyn before he went into

the cotton business in Dallas at

21, and now, eleven years later,

is responsible for much of the

success of Israel's new venture.

If last year (1955) most of

the Cotton Board's problems

were mainly of an agricultural

nature, by mid-December, while

the last of the seasons' crop was

still rotating through the gin

saws, the enthusiastic officials

in Tel Aviv were battling with

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cotton's chief headache, that of

"carrying" the next crop. Plant-

ed in March to be harvested be-

tween next July and December,

the new crop would only reach

the cotton mills between Sep-

tember 1956 and July 1957, in-

volving complex financial oper-

ations in advance. With the cot-

ton area to be doubled, there

would have to be more capital

investment, new warehouses,

greater ginning capacity. There

will be more southerly expan-

sion in the new settlement area

of Lachish, where the largest of

the three gins is in operation,

and much of the cotton, as in

the past, will be grown on Jew-

ish National Fund land. The 22,-

000 bales of commercial cotton

expected for 1956 will just about

cover Israel's total needs, and

the eager officials bend happily

over charts showing the dollar-

saving per dunam, acre, month

and year. As the grades in the

next crop may not dovetail ex-

actly with the requirements in

QREENFELD'S
" Kosher Meats

4301 Pimlico Road
Baltimore US, Mar"lan*1

Strictly Kosher Meats and Poultry

each different variety, a little

may still have to be imported,

and something may be left over

for export. Thus cotton, togeth-

er with oil, may again provide

the most satisfactory economic

news from Israel.

They do not hope to displace

America or Egypt, Russia or In-

dia, on the world market, but

the achievement represented by

the ascension of Israel's young
and promising King Cotton is all

the more remarkable, the ex-

perts assure me, as it normally

takes ten to fifteen years for a

country to be able to think of

entering the world market at all.

Sweetbread Glace, Sauce

Jardiniere with Spaghetti

Clean 2 pair of sweetbreads,

and soak in cold, salted water

for 1 hour. Drain, and sprinkle

with salt and pepper. Heat two
tablespoons of poultry fat in a

saucepan, add an onion chopped

fine, and cook until yellow. Add
the sweetbreads and slice 2 to-

matoes over them. Cover tight-

ly and simmer over a low flame

15 minutes. Turn occasionally.

Add i/
2 cup of soup stock and

cook 10 minutes longer. In a sep-

arate pan heat 1 tablespoon of

fat. Add 14 cup of finely cut

string beans, \'-> cup of drained

canned peas, and 14 cup of fine-

ly cut carrots. Season with i/
2

teaspoon salt, and 14 teaspoon of

ginger. Cook and stir until the

vegetables are tender. Add to

the sweetbreads. Mix 1 teaspoon

of flour with a little cold water
to a smooth paste, and add. Cook
until the taste of flour has dis-

appeared. Boil 1/2 pound of spa-

ghetti in salted water until ten-

der. Drain and serve with the

sweetbreads.

Filled Tongue

Make an incision in one side of

a pickled tongue. Chop or grind
i/2 cup of corned beef, add 1 egg.

minced onion browned in 1

tablespoon of fat, and 1/2 cup of

bread which has been soaked un-

til soft and squeezed dry. Fill

the tongue with this mixture,

sew the edges firmly together,

and cook in water to cover 3 or 4

hours until very tender. Remove
the thick skin, and slice.

Smothered Tongue

Place a fresh tongue in water

to cover and bring to a boil. Re-

move from the water, sprinkle

with 1 teaspoon of salt, and y%
teaspoon of pepper, and cover

with a sliced onion. Cover the

dish and set in the refrigerator

overnight. Next day, put 4 table-

spoons of fat in a heavy pot, add

the tongue, and whatever juice

the seasonings drew. Cover

tightly, place over a low flame,

and cook slowly until tender,

about 3 or 4 hours. Skin and
slice.

Smoked Tongue

Cover a smoked tongue with
water, cover the pan tightly and
cook for 3 or 4 hours until the

tongue is very tender. Keep add-

ing water as it boils away, so

that the tongue is always cover-

ed. Let it cool in the liquor in a

cool place. If the tongue is very

dry, soak it overnight before

boiling. When it is cold, cut in

thin slices, and garnish with

parsley.

Gefillte Milz (Filled Milt)

Clean the milt by taking off

the thin outer skin and every

particle of fat that adheres to

it. Lay it on a clean board, and

make an incision with a knife

through the center of the milt.

Be careful not to cut through

the lower skin. Scrape with the

edge of a spoon, and remove all

the flesh you can without tear-

ing the milt. Put the flesh in a

bowl until needed. In a separate

bowl soak 2 cups of diced bread

until soft. Squeeze dry. Heat 2

tablespoons of fat in a spider,

cook it in V2 of a diced onion un-

til brown. Add the bread, and

cook until the bread is dry. Add
the flesh scraped from the milt,

2 eggs, V2 teaspoon of salt, *4

teaspoon of pepper, 1/8 tea-

thyme or ginger. Mix together

spoon of nutmeg, and a pinch of

thoroughly and fill the milt.

Sew the opening firmly. Prick

the milt with a fork in several

places to prevent bursting as it

cooks. The milt can now be pre-

pared in either of 2 ways.

1. Cook it in the soup for 2

hours. Drain well, and brown
slightly in 4 tablespoons of hot

fat.

2. Shape into a ball and place

in a greased baking pan. Dot

with fat and bake at 350 de-

grees F. until a hard crust

forms over the milt. Baste often

with a little water and the fatl

in the pan. |

wheel of the swirling universe.

Our true self requires that we
maintain certain customs, cere-

monies and attitudes toward life

which are distinct from those of

our fellow men despite the un-

fortunate fact that forces from
without and within the Jewish

fold prevent their execution.

Throughout the history of the

Jewish nation we find this inev-

itable conflict. The Books of

Isaiah, Amos, and Jeremiah are

full of instances whereby the

children of Abraham, even dur-

ing their occupation of Pales-

tine, were influenced by the im-

moral and barbarous practices of

their neighbors. In the time

of the Second Commonwealth,
there was a tremendous influx

of Hellenistic principles, and the

party in power began to thrust

aside the accepted customs and

substitute in their stead the

habits and practices of the Sy-

rian successors to Alexander the

Great. This was the pre-eminent

source of conflict between the

Pharisees and Sadducees until

the time of Menelaus, the High
Priest. The Pharisees wanted to

preserve the traditional precepts

of Judaism, with special empha-
sis placed on the importance of

the Oral Law. The Sadducees,

overwhelmed with the desire to

retain the control of the govern-

ment in their hands, were pre-

pared to sacrifice their very

identity and adopt the culture of

their stronger neighbors. They

would surrender their moral and

spiritual heritage for the pur-

pose of personal aggrandize-

ment.

The Jewish community of

Alexandria also found itself con-

fronted with these two diverg-

ent doctrines. A story is told in

the Midrash of a certain Hellen-

istic Jew living in Alexandria

who was travelling to the Tem-
ple in Jerusalem in order to con-

vey two doors which were to be

used in the Temple. He boarded

the ship with the exalted feeling

that he was going to contribute

his share toward the mainte-

nance of his holy edifice. How-
ever, a terrible storm arose at

sea which threatened to destroy

the ship and all its passengers.

The Alexandrian Jew soon real-

ized that the doors were too

great a burden for the ship to

bear. Either the doors had to be

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thrown overboard or the ship

would be swallowed by the

waves. At first, he threw one

door overboard thinking that the

storm might abate and half of

his contribution to the Temple

would be delivered safely. But it

was soon found necessary to get

rid of the second door, for the

storm was becoming more de-

structive with each succeeding

hour. There were two possibili-

ties for this person. He could

cast the door overboard into the

sweeping waters and thus sever

the last connection between the

Temple and himself ; or he might

jump overboard with the door as

a raft so that, if he survived, he

would be able to realize his am-
bition to participate in the cus-

toms of his people. He decided

upon the later alternative, and

managed to arrive at the bor-

ders of Palestine, while the ship

from which he had departed was
devoured by the surge of the

waves.

This Midrashic tale illustrates

the conflict that this individual

was faced with. He could either

rend the relationship between

the Jewish people and himself,

thus giving way to his environ-

ment, or he could sacrifice his

life in order to realize his true

identity, if he survived. The Al-

exandrian Jew wisely selected

the more dangerous path and

yet managed to survive.

During the middle ages the

forces which endeavored to de-

stroy the personality of the Jew
assumed forms of most horrible

proportions. Torture, inquisition

and ghettos were resorted to in

order to hasten the extinction of

the Jew. When the Emancipa-

tion freed the Jews from their

inferior political and social sta-

tus, attempts were made by the

exponents of the Reform move-
ment and the leaders of Haskala

to subordinate the Jewish cul-

tural tradition to the kind of

existence entered into by all the

other nations as a solution of

the Jewish problem. Rabbinic

Judaism, nevertheless, opposed

these renegades with irresistible

power in order to preserve the

Oral Law, which constitutes the

individual consciousness of the

Jew.

This problem is cast in bold

relief in the Bible. The Hebrews
had just been liberated after

more than two centuries of

bondage in Egypt. Through the

medium of miracles, they had

been brought to Mt. Sinai to re-

ceive the greatest ethical treas-

ure in the world. With shouts of

elation and confidence, they had
revealed their inner nature and

desire to pursue the correct way
of living. However, forty days

afterward, they were prepared

to desecrate all that was dear

to them because they found it

impossible to extricate them-

selves from the filth of their

former home. They could not

think in terms of the Almighty's

kindness and miraculous deeds

but only recognized the man,
Moses, who had taken them out

of captivity. Instead it was to

the Golden Calf that they looked

for divine guidance as a conse-

quence of Egyptian worship of

animals. They had been bred in

such inferior quarters that even

their reason and power of logi-

cal deduction had to give way to

a surge of instinctual drives

over which they had no control.

The question that will now be

raised is: How could the Jews,

a minority, maintain that way
of living in face of insurmount-

able difficulties both from with-

in and without the fold? How
could the Jew observe his cus-

toms and traditions when he

likewise belongs to the common-
wealth of nations? The Midrash
tells us that when Moses appeal-

ed to the Almighty to spare the

straying Jews, he was unable to

appease his wrath until he men-
tioned the merits and perform-

ances of our ancestors. The men-
tion of the three Patriarchs was
of more avail than all the other

arguments, and God granted his

prayer, forgave the transgres-

sion of the Hebrews, and prom-
ised to lead the people out of the

wilderness.

The only way the Jew can

remain a contributor to the

world's progress without losing

that distinct ethical personality

that is his, is through the ob-

servance of our tradition and
heritage. The Torah must re-

main the guide and teacher of

his inner consciousness. It is

the Jews if he is to retain

through the medium of belief of

our forefathers, Abraham, Isaac

and Jacob, that we can adequate-

ly solve this conflict and pave

the way for a true synthesis.

We in America must not feel

that because organized Anti-

Semitism has not taken hold of

the millions of Americans, our

position is more secure. For, on

the contrary, our children are

being brought up in an environ-

ment which is totally foreign to

the spirit of Judaism. Schools,

books, and friends merely serve

to foster the assimilation of our

youth. Some people believe that

they can satisfy that inner long-

ing for self-expression by per-

forming an aspect of the task in

a manner similar to those who

advocated the promotion of Yid-

dish culture in Soviet Russia. By

espousing the cause of Zionists,

Center movements like the

YMHA, and fraternal orders like

the B'nai B'rith, we give vent to

that inner feeling. In truth, the

B'nai B'rith Institutes and the

Hillel program have made great

strides in the right direction.

Yet the totality of Jewish tra-

dition seems to be moving farth-

er and farther away from our

midst. We must insist upon
maintaining the whole back-

ground of Jewish life in order to

work out "our moral nature," in

the words of Immanuel Kant.

It is through the medium of

Jewish education that we can

present to the youth of America
the beauty of Judaism, the

meaning of its ceremonies, and
the principles of justice it advo-

cates in relations between men.
For, regardless of the circum-

stances that might hinder our

youth from following our tradi-

tion, the fundamental training

in Jewish lore can never be ef-

faced.

A well-known anecdote has

expressed the influence of up-

bringing in people. A country

lad once came to New York City

to spend a week-end with two of

his cousins. The first thing they

did upon greeting him at the

station was to show him the

sights of the town. Upon reach-

ing Times Square, the country

boy said that he had heard the

buzz of a cricket, whereupon his

cousins explained, laughingly,

that with so much noise and

traffic, he must have been imag-

ining things. Slightly hurt, the

country boy took out a half-dol-

lar piece from his vest pocket

and dropped it on the pavement.

Suddenly, as if the traffic had

been non-existent, a multitude

of men and women turned to the

spot fro mwhich the clink of the

silver piece had come. The farm

lad immediately stepped on the

piece and, picking it up, he ex-

It might however, find favor

with the majority of in-betweeners. It is not presented as a

panacea, but perhaps the principle involved might ultimately

lead the way to a solution of this vexing problem.

Interesting Reading
There are three new novels that are c urrently high on the

best-seller lists throughout the country. Two of them, "An-
dersonville," by KacKinlay Kantor, and "Beloved," by Vina
Delmar, have the War Between the States as a background.
Two of them, "Beloved," and "Raquel," by Lion Feucht-
wanger, have Jews as their central characters.

We were particularly intrigued with "Beloved." Whether
this book would have had greater or less popularity if its name
had in any manner disclosed that it is a novel built around
the life of Judah Benjamin, is a matter for conjecture.

We have read our share of material about the so-called

Civil War, both in the form of history and fiction. We confess

that the reading of "Beloved" gave us an entirely different

picture of this momentous period in the history of our country
than anything we had read before. We were agreeably amazed,
for one thing, at the splendid style that characterizes the

writing. We had read previous works of this author, and
found nothing in either theme or treatment that was outstand-

ing. "Beloved," in addition to being an interesting account

of a historical period and delineating interesting characters,

contains also a fine sense of subtle humor and deep insight

in its dialogue.

The book is a sympathetic study of Judah Benjamin, the

man who represented the State of Louisiana in the United
States Senate, and who later became Secretary of War and
then Secretary of State in the Confederacy. It refers to the

many humiliations and indignities he suffered from the time

he went to college, through the remainder of his career, because

of his religious beliefs. It carries him through the flight with

Jefferson Davis, throughout the familiar areas of Virginia and
North Carolina—Danville, Greensboro. Salisbury et al, to his

arrival and subsequent successful career as a barrister in Eng-

land. The author was not so sympathetic with Mr. Davis, and
there are many instances where it is made quite evident that

had Mr. Davis followed the advice of Mr. Benjamin, disaster

might not have hit the cause of the Confederacy, at least so

soon.

As we near the centenary of the Civil War, it is interesting

to note that two of the best-selling novels still achieve popu-

larity with that event as a background. From this it might be

safe to assume that authors will still be gaining royalties from
stories of World Wars I and II. deep into the next century.

Danny Kaye In Israel

Interesting reports have come from the State of Israel anent

the visit there of American comedian, Danny Kaye.

It was not a barnstorming trip that took the man of many
stage talents to Israel. He went under the auspices of the

United Nations Children's Fund. In Haifa particularly, he

was subjected to all of the bobby-sox enthusiasm that would
have greeted him at the Paramount Theatre in New York

City, for example. Man) thousands of children surrounded

him, and in one of the public parks the tumult and excitement
were so great that there were many injured. It wasn't the

children alone who went wild; the parents and older brothers

and sisters were equally hysterical. For those of us who have
seen Danny on the screen and TV in this country, it is not

surprising that such demonstrations greeted him in Israel.

However, our purpose in mentioning this incident is not

the face value of the news. What really interested us was
the reports of the commentary that followed his departure.

The Israelis seemed to find it necessary to apologize for their

enthusiastic behavior. Why, we do not know. Certainly, a

people as bogged down with threats of war, and experiencing

a rigid economy, is entitled to its moments of relaxation and
laughter. But after Kaye left Haifa, there was a strange re-

action. People asked themselves, "What did we laugh at any-

way?" Of course, Danny's type of humor makes that an appro-

priate question anywhere.

Some of this line of reasoning undoubtedly accounted for

the fact that his reception in Tel Aviv subsequently, was far

less enthusiastic. This may have been tempered, too, by reports

that seemed to question his interest in the new state. We are

quite sure here was no basis of these reports.

A performer such as Danny Kaye can hardly stand too

critical an analysis. The mistake which we believe the Israelis

made was in trying to rationalize his humor. It seems to us

that they should have been satisfied merely to have had their

worries alleviated, at least for the moment, without attempting

to find out why they did enjoy him. And as far as being

ashamed that they did enjoy him, that, in our humble opinion,

is carrying behavior analysis too far.

A Suggestion
It is part of our routine to attend many public gatherings-

dinners, meeting of various kinds, assemblies of all sorts. Many
of these are attended by mixed groups religiously—Jews and
non- Jews. Frequently they begin with an invocation. Where
there is a minister present, and there usually is, it is he who
gives the invocation.

We have never been able to understand why, at these mixed
gatherings, the minister wr ill find it necessary to conclude his

invocation with some such phrase as. "We ask this in the name
of Jesus Christ, our Lord."

We were reminded of this pet problem of ours at a recent

Brotherhood Week gathering. There were as many Jews pres-

ent as non-Jews. You would think that here, certainly, this

concluding phrase could be eliminated, but it wasn't.

We believe it is merely a matter of thoughtlessness. The
minister is in the habit of using this conclusion which would
be appropriate, of course, in nine out of ten instances. But

at a mixed gathering? We are reasonably certain that no harm
is meant. And we believe that if the matter were to be brought

up at meetings of the various community ministerial associ-

ations, there would be an immediate willingness to substitute

a phrase that would be non-sectarian.
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What Is a Jew?

My friend, Martin Finn, was
asking, "Segal, just what is a

Jew? Tell me." Marty had

brought the same question to a

group of Jewish business men
with whom he was traveling on

a train going west.

He fell in with them in the

club car where they were in a

game of cards. The hour grew
late and it was time to return

to the sleeper; they quit play-

ing and sat around in the club

car a while, just talking . . . .

this and that .... and what do

Jews talk about? Yes, these

five, too, finally got around to

the matter of being Jewish, in

its many phases.

They took a liking to Martin

Finn, who is not Jewish at all,

and they let him into their talk.

Mr. Finn's mind ranges wide on

many subjects relating to the

human race ; he is no narrowed

religionist at all. He was quite

ready to go into the conversa-

tion when one of the Jews hap-

pened to say something about

"our Jewish race."

It was then that Finn asked

politely, "Just what is the Jew-

ish race, and is there a Jewish

race, and to make the question

broader I ask you, what is a

Jew?"

There were varying replies

among Mr. Finn's fellow-travel-

ers. At first they didn't seem

exactly sure just what to an-

swer him. Finally, one said sure,

to be a Jew is to belong to the

race of Jews . . . another said

that being a Jew has to do with

religion . . . Judaism, the syna-

gogue, all that . . . and still an-

other said that the question had

also bothered him from time to

time . . . "It's a question often

asked among Jews and you hear

all sorts of answers," he ex-

plained.

Then Mr. Finn spoke up again

. . . "Gentlemen, let's take up

the matter of a Jewish race. Is

there really such a race?"

He said he had been survey-

ing their faces . . . these five

of them ... "A race, as I under-

stand it, should, at least, pre-

sent some common facial char-

acteristics," he went on. "But,

gentlemen, I don't see what can

be called a Jewish face among
you ; that is to say, a face like

any of those which, by mistaken

opinion, are said to be of a Jew-

ish pattern. To me you all look

like any other Americans in the

American mixture. Such faces

as yours might occur among

those called Anglo - Saxons,

among the Irish, the Germans

or the Italians. And you, sir, (he

was pointing to the handsomest

one of the five) could maybe be

somebody out of remote Asiatic

ancestry. I judge that by a

slight slant of your eyes. And

you, sir, (he was pointing to

another) are a blond. You might

be out of the Scandinavians.

Well, I just don't think we can

truthfully speak of a Jewish

race."

Then one of the five travelers

said : "Well, sir, I can't be sure,

one way or another, whether

there is really a Jewish race.

But whether or not we are a

race, we Jews feel kin to each

other . . . like people of one fam-

ily. Somehow we manage to find

each other, to get together this

way . . . like now on the train,

though when we started out on

this trip we were strangers to

one another. Some race or not,

we are drawn together ... In

Jewish we call it mishpocha,

which means family . . . one

family, that is. And, anyway,

we are all in the same religion."

Mr. Finn still didn't feel sure

of what a Jew is. He asked, did

the religion of the Jew give him

a separate and distinct identity

of his own. He meant did the

moral and spiritual principles of

the Jews make them at all sep-

arate from others. He asked,

didn't Christianity itself spring

out of Judaism? Wasn't Jesus

himself one of the Jews? Isn't

the ethical teaching of the New
Testament of a continuation of

what the Old taught? Judaism,

is the mother of Christianity.

"So can a Jew be thought as

one separate and different from

the run of mankind?" he asked.

"To me a Jew is another guy

like me. That's the way I define

him, though I well know that

even among Jews there are all

sorts of definitions of the Jew-

ish identity
;
and, of course, I

know that many of my fellow-

Christians think of Jews as a

different breed of people. To my
own full satisfaction, I answer

the question: "A Jew is a guy

like me."

When he had finished report-

ing the incident in the club car,

he shot the same question at

me, "Segal, what do you say,

what is a Jew?" (We were at

the bar of the Wheel Cafe in

our town). I took a sip of my
sherry, smacked my lips over its

friendly taste, and spoke:

"Well, Marty, that's a question

that has bothered me, too. I

have said to myself that I am
not different or separate from

the run of the human kind, ex-

cept for those individual differ-

ences that are in everybody.

"And I don't think of myself

as a member of a race or of a

nation other than the U.S. And

yet, Marty, by way of identity,

there are times when I like to

feel that I, as a Jew, am standing

on a high hill that reaches up

—

toward the stars. Around me

stand many of that family —
that mishpocha of which that

man on the train spoke to you.

"Mind you, I'm not at all stuck

up as I stand there, feeling high

. . . I have no sense of being bet-

ter than other people up thero

on my elevation. I only wish that

all other people would start

climbing up that hill ... to join

with us up there ... to be not of

the mishpocha . . . not Jews, that

is . . . but to be people who may

A Jewish Understanding

Of The New Testament

By SAMUEL SANDMEL

The seventeenth century
Venetian Rabbi Leon Judah da

Modena complained bitterly in

his polemic against Christianity

about the nature and quality of

Jewish writings that dealt with

Jesus. Far from helping the av-

erage Jew to understand Chris-

tianity, he lamented, they ob-

scured the issues and disgraced

the community from which they

rose. Since that time there has

been an increasing number of

books written by Jews for Jews

intending to provide a clearer

conception of the faith whose

roots were put down in Jewish

soil. Some of these have been

no more valuable than those

against which da Modena wrote.

Others have served the more

useful and practical service of

assisting the Jew to understand

the religion of his neighbor.

Some few have attained the stat-

ure of real contributions to the

scholarly study of Christianity.

Dr. Sandmel's work, A JEW-
ISH UNDERSTANDING OF
THE NEW TESTAMENT, (He-

brew Union College Press, $5.00)

has, in a very real sense, at-

tempted with marked success, to

serve both the practical and the

scholarly ends. Although devoid

of the trappings of scholarship,

it is not only based upon the

firm foundations of modern New
Testament study but presents as

well the considered judgment of

the author on a number of vex-

Big questions. On the other

hand, although not "written

down," it is eminently readable

and will provide the "common
reader" with deepened insight

as well as broa '^ned knowledge,

The book i; divided into five

parts, the first of which sets the

scene by defining the problems

involved in the Jewish reader's

understanding of the New
Testament and by making clear

the terms which are to be used

and their relation to Judaism.

The second section may provide

the first surprise for it deals not

with the Gospels but with Paul.

Since much ordinary Jewish

knowledge of the New Testament

is limited to a casual riffling of

its pages, the normal expecta-

tion is that the Gospels which

are printed first ought to be

dealt with first. However, as the

author makes quite clear, the

emergent Church's early inter-

est was not so much the "his-

torical" Jesus but the meaning

for the individual and the com-

munity of "the Christ." Thus it

is to that question the first writ-

ings of the Church were address-

ed in the letters Paul wrote to

the little groups founded bv him
or others on the basis of faith

in "the Christ."

There are few more fascinat-

;,i
<>; characters in history than

Paul. To understand his complex

personality is one of the constant

challenges of historical scholar-

ship. Sandmel sees Paul as a

representative of a diaspora

Judaism highly colored by the

deep grasp of Hellenistic Juda-

ism as personified in Philo of

Alexandria and suggests both

the similarities and differences

between these two. Sandmel's

Paul and Rabbinic Judaism

stand poles apart. Indeed, for

the present reviewer, the distinc-

tion is far too sharply drawn.

The description of Judaism, par-

ticularly its understanding of

the nature of man which serves

as the contrast to Paul's, is more

nineteenth than first century.

This not unimportant difference,

however, in no way reflects a

negative judgment on these

chapters; it merely highlights

the problem involved, problems

dealt with admirably by the au-

thor.

The third section concerns it-

self with the early Church's at-

tempt to get hold of the Jesus

who acted in history through the

writing of the Synoptic Gospels.

Here again Sandmel offers rich

and valuable insight into the

varying motives that lay behind

the production of these crucial

and critical writings. What was
Mark's interest? How do Mat-
thew and Luke differ from him
and from each other? These are

among the basic questions the

author seeks to answer. And
they are not merely pedantic ex-

ercises, for it is out of the var-

ious perspectives from which the

portraits of Jesus are drawn
that many of the problems of

Jewish-Christian relations de-

rive. The section concludes with

a long chapter on "The Histori-

cal Jesus." Here there is detailed

the search of modern scholar-

ship for what is to many an

elusive quarry. Again Sandmel

puts us in his debt by showing
the impact of this search on the

contemporary Christian attitude

toward the Jewish community.

Part Four gathers together

the remainder of the New Testa-

ment, the epistles from various

hands, the controversial Fourth

Gospel, Acts and Revelation. Its

most important is that dealing

with the Gospel of John, for here

some of the greatest difficulties

between Judaism and Christi-

anity are rooted. To the exam-

ination of the complexities and
obscurities of this book Sandmel
brings an irenic quality that will

help us grasp the place and role

it has had and continues to have
in Christian thought. His exposi-

tion may not remove the stum-
bling block but it will enable us

to know exactly what it is.

Th& concluding section "The
Significance of th^ New Testa-

ment" contains Sandmel's ap-

preciation of "The Genius of the

New Testament Faith." In this

statement he suggests, without

ever discounting the very real

and very imnortant differences

between Judaism and Christi-

anity, the true basis of their liv-

ing together and working toge-

ther. This is not an unctious

mouthing of platitudes such as

too often are offered as substi-

tutes for essential appreciation.

Jt is rather an attempt to show
the deepest motives of the Chris-

tian faith so that a Jew fully

aware of and committed to his

own heritage may recognize the

congruent obligations of both

traditions in the world in which
th°y live.

A work such as this deserves

no matter-of-fact uncritical
praise, no:- do I intend to bestow
such. As has been indicated,

there are points, and they are

not unimportant, where the au-

thor and reviewer differ. But
the reviewer's position is not the

matter at hand. The real ques-

tion is: has the author, adhering

to the canons of scholarship and
writing with clarity, brought

light where gloom prevailed and
understanding where confusion

once held the field? To this the

reviewer must answer loud and

clear, yes!

Discrimination in the State of Israel
As if to prove its right to be considered a democracy, by

evidencing failings that are to be found in other democracies,
the State of Israel has its problems of discrimination. Of course!
it is not an anti-Jewish prejudice, but rather one of color.

Just how serious this problem is seems to be a matter of
who is doing the reporting. Charges are made by Israeli news-
papers, particularly with reference to the situation in the city
of Tel Aviv. There, practices are apparently indulged in that
are highly reminiscent of the best traditions of our own deep-
est South.

Manifestation of the discrimination takes the form of ex-
cluding colored (Oriental) residents from areas where the
white ownership of residential property is invariably the rule.
The same device, as is used here in our own country, of requir-
ing the approval of a prospective tenant by a committee repre-
senting the property owners (most of the apartment houses
are of the co-operative variety), prevails. On that basis, turn-
downs are invariably based, not on economic considerations,
for there are many wealthy colored residents, but entirely on
the fact that admission of colored tenants would immediately
depreciate the value of the property. Since discrimination is

against the law of the land, the old technique of "gentlemen's
agreements" is resorted to.

Israel's largest daily newspaper, Maariv, reports an incident
involving one Jacob Falha, who was accepted provisionally as

a tenant in an apartment house, only to be told, subsequent to

the "formality" of having his application submitted to a com-
mittee, that he was persona non grata.

This situation reminds us of an oldie, about the priest who
found himself at a bus station in a Southern town with which
he was not too familiar. As he stood waiting to ask directions,

he was approached by a small Negro boy, who took his suit-

case and said, "Father, can I get you a cab?" After the grateful

priest had been safely esconced in the cab, and the driver given

the name of a hotel, he patted the little boy's head and said,

"Thank you, son. I'll bet you are a good Catholic." The boy
looked up at the Father and answered, "Me, a Catholic? Don't

I have enough trouble just being colored?"

Another newspaper, Hameore, a new weekly published

under the sponsorship of Oriental Jews, makes charges of an

even broader nature. It claims that Oriental and Sephardic

Jews are conspicuous by their absence in the arts and profes-

sions, and the institutions of higher learning. It further al-

leges that their group has but eight members in the total mem-
bership of 120 in the Knesset, despite having half of the popu-

lation.

As against this testimony, we have a statement made by

Hubert T. Delany, a former judge of New York's Domestic

Relations Court. Judge Delany, a Negro, was recently in Israel

as a guest of the Government in an advisory capacity on juve-

nile problems. The Judge said he found no evidence of racial

prejudice in Israel.

We hope that the Judge is right, but we fear that the charges
referred to earlier in this article must have some foundation
in fact. If the charges are true it would simply point to the
inescapable fact that human nature is he same the world over.
It will be interesting to watch how the State handles this prob-
lem. Perhaps the answer will give our country some ideas for

solving the problem here.

Universal Complaint
Among the matters that engaged the attention of delegates

to the recent triennial convention of B'nai B'rith's Supreme
Lodge in Washington, D. C, was one that is not new to the
leadership of the individual lodges throughout the country.
It is the age-old problem of attempting to widen the field of
activity among more of the lodge members.

The fact, generally conceded, that this is a problem not
peculiar to B'nai B'rith, but one confronting all general organi-
zations, may be accepted, but it is no consolation to those who,
out of sheer loyalty, keep trying to carry out the functions of
the order on the local level. The general lethargy, of which
this situation is but one manifestation, holds likewise in fund-
raising, where the apathy is perhaps more hurtful.

In commenting on this situation in the past, as we have
frequently, we have pointed out that where solutions have been
found it has been largely through the process of interesting the

newer and younger elements in the activities of the individual

lodge. This too, is not always easy. The demands of home life,

participation in temple or synagogue brotherhoods, interest

in other fraternal organizations, or civic and communal en-

deavors, certainly to be encouraged, deprive B'nai B'rith of

much activity in the local lodges. It takes real interest, amount-
ing almost to dedication, for the individual to give of his time

and efforts.

It is truly remarkable under the circumstances, that as

much has been accomplished as the records show. It is due
largely to the stalwarts, the old-timers, who refuse to let the

lodge down. And our guess is that unless some powerful force

motivates a change, the status quo will have to continue indefi-

nitely.

Unique and Inspiring

A service was recently held in a Cincinnati temple that is

unique in its technique, as far as we have been able to deter-

min. This service was not only unusual, but inspiring as well.

The service was held in the Plum Street Temple of that

city, which has come to play such an important part in Ameri-
can Judaism. The occasion was the ordination of 1 6 graduates

of The Hebrew Union College—Jewish Institute of Religion,

into the rabbinate. The Plum Street Temple is now ninety

years old. It was here that Rabbi Isaac M. Wise, father of Re-

form Judaism in this country, occupied the pulpit for fifty

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RABBI IRA KISENTKIN

In the days before 1948, "cul-

tural Zionism" was the term
used by those who understood

that the new Homeland of the

Jewish people could not be an
end in itself. They spoke of

Zion restored as the "center,"

from which would "radiate"

something vaguely, if hopefully,

conceived as "spiritual values."

With homiletic license, they in-

voked the immortal "Out of Zion

shall go forth Torah."

Since the establishment of the

State of Israel, a new kind of

image has been evoked, that of

a bridge. The two major bridge-

heads are to be Israel and the

Diaspora. This bridge is to initi-

ate a "two-way passage." Some-
times we are assisted in visual-

izing this new type of relation-

ship by the use of the analogy

to an eclipse, which is built

around two foci. In any event,

Israel and the Diaspora are now
said to be involved in—or should

create—a partnership.

This partnership, or recipro-

cal relationship, is the goal of

the Seminary Israelite Institute,

created by Dr. Louis Finkel-

stein, Chancellor of the Jewish

Theological Seminary, and the

late, deeply lamented Dr. Hayim
Greenberg, who was head of the

Department of Education and

Culture of the Jewish Agency

for Palestine. The present vol-

ume represents the bikkurim, or

first fruits of that Institute.

The participants are an impres-

sive group of outstanding per-

sonalities, Salo W. Baron and

Saul Lieberman; leading Israeli

personalities like David Ben

Gurion, Abba Eban and Martin

Buber. The symposium could not

have drawn toegther within the

covers of one book a more dis-

tinguished roster of experts.

Under the skillful editing

hand Dr. Moshe Davis, the pa-

pers delivered by these individ-

uals have been arranged under

four broad categories: "The
Role of Israel in the Modern
World," "What History Teach-

es," "The New State," and

"America and Israel." In the

fourth section, the long and

continuous history of friendship

between the Land of Israel and

the Anglo-Saxon tradition is re-

counted. "The New State" gives

us many fresh insights into the

achievements and the problems

of Israel, the kind not generally

reported by the public relations

department of our fund raising

agencies. For example, Martin

Buber's attempt to grapple with

the problem of "a socialism of

spontaneity" opens fascinating

vistas. Section Two, "What
History Teaches," includes deli-

cacies for the intellectual gour-

met. Dr. Ginsberg's brilliant as-

sessment of the Dead Sea

Scrolls, Prof. Salo Baron's study

in parallels between the Second

and the Third (current) Com-

monwealths, and Prof. Saul

Lieberman's masterful recon-

struction of Jewish Life in the

Land as reflected in the Pales-

tinian Talmud, should thrill

every literate reader.

I have reserved comment on

the Part One to the last, because

this section deals with the prob-

lem to which we must address

ourselves today, and in the fu-

ture. What shall be the "Role of

Israel in the Modern World?"

David Ben Gurion writes more

like a diplomat than the vigor-

ous thinker that he is. I believe

he is his true self when he says

By RABBI IRA EISENSTEIN

that living in the Diaspora is

fundamentally unnatural, caus-

ing inner conflict. "As long as

there are Jews in any country

who do not wish, or are not able,

to be assimilated completely, but

who do not wish, or are not able,

to return to a free Israel, the

conflict between the two influ-

ences will go on, as it has gone

throughout Jewish history in

the Dispersion. It is a conflict

which has perverted the Jewish

view of the world and the

world's view of the Jew." Israel,

I believe he believes, is the cen-

tral project of Jewry today; and

in order to realize it, we must
direct all the energies at our dis-

posal toward Israel. As a sop,

however, to diplomacy, he calls

for "a working partnership be-

tween Israel's scholars and cre-

ative artists and Jewish schol-

ars and artists in the Diaspora."

But one feels little of the ellipse

in his tone.

Dr. Finkelstein points out

that the Land has always re-

leased tremendous spiritual en-

ergies; even the prospect of re-

turning to Zion revitalized the

Jewish people and made it cre-

ative. He feels, therefore, that

we are not over-optimistic when
we anticipate Israel's playing a

role in the spiritual regeneration

of modern man. "The State . . .

associating itself with Jewry in

other lands, may yet beget ...

a concept so powerful that it

may itself redeem mankind."

One can quarrel with the exag-

geration, but one must also set

it downs as another of the mar-

velous effects of Israel upon

sensitive souls. As long as Israel

can elicit that kind of ardour,

we can indeed be sanguine about

the future.

He brought about the elimina-

tion of restrictive clauses against

Jews in the new development

around Lynchburg.

In 1936 at the height of the

Hitler era, he influenced the

Southern Railway Company to

give up the Swastika trade mark
which they had used for many
years and they adopted their

present trade mark.

He has long been a member of

the Industrial Committee of the

Chamber of Commerce, on the

board of the Red Cross and first

president of the Lynchburg hit-

racial Commission. He has held

the position of Co-chairman of

the Round table Conference of

Christian and Jews for over ten

years. He has been active in

United Jewish Appeal and has

been president of the fifth dis-

trict of B'nai B'rith. He has been

a champion of Jewish problems

since a very young man. In re-

cent years Abe Schewel was
honored with a testimonial din-

ner, given in his behalf at the

Oakwood Country Club of

Lynchburg;

Harry Simonhoff in his re-

cently published "Jewish No-

tables in America" gives us six

women among the total of 87

notables.

The half-dozen Simonhoff

selects are Abigail Minis, Re-

becca Franks, Rebecca Gratz,

Penina Moise, Ernestine L. Rose

and Ada Menken.

One must admit that the auth-

or has presented us with an im-

pressive gallery of Ladies, a

composite of patriotism, philan-

thropy, glamor and wit.

NEGRI
The first, Abigail Minis, is

probably the least generally

known. We hear much in Ameri-

can history about the "found-

ing fathers". But if there were

founding fathers, there were

also "founding mothers" al-

though they didn't get much
publicity. Abigail Minis was a

"founding mother". You might

call her the first "founding mo-
ther" of the state of Georgia.

She was the mother of the first

white male child born in Georg-

ia. She was the "ayshes chayil",

described in the Bible:

A woman of valor who can

find, for her price is above rubies

The heart of her husband doth

safely trust in her. She seeketh

wool and flax And worketh will-

ingly with her hands. She riseth

also while it is yet night.

Mrs. Minis's husband died

prematurely and Abigail Minis

was both mother and father of

her household, the home keeper

and the bringer in of income for

the family maintenance. Despire

all this, her influence reached

out, so much so, that during the

American Revolution, the Brit-

ish forced her to leave the city.

Simonhoff's second selection

is quite a different type, Re-

becca Franks. She was beautiful

and witty. A pampered daughter

of America's aristocracy at the

time, she took the Tory side dur-

ing the American Revolution.

General Howe, the commander
of the British forces who had an

eye for female pulchritude was a

frequent visitor at the Franks

home. Rebecca Franks was one

of the Queens of Beauty in the

famous Mechianza of the Revolu-

tion, one of the beauties for

whom the knights as in the days

of ancient tournaments were

supposed to battle.

Rebecca Franks married a

British officer. General Winfield

Scott in his Memoirs tells of

visiting Rebecca Franks in Lon-

don in her old age. She then ex-

pressed to him regret that she

had taken the British side. "I

glory in my countrymen" she

said.

The third lady is another Re-

becca — Rebecca Gratz, daugh-

ter of Michal Gratz merchant;

and western colonizer. Hers was
the inner beauty of character.

She was covered by a mantle of

philanthropy. She is supposed to

have been the model for Rebecca

in Scott's "Ivanhoe".

Rebecca Gratz had been the

closest friend of Matilda Hoff-

man, the fiancee of the famous
American author, Washington
Irving. Miss Gratz nursed her

as she lay dying of tuberculosis.

Irving later told about it to Sir

Walter Scott who used her as

the model of the Rebecca of

Ivanhoe.

The Gratz's were very friend-

ly with the Henry Clay family

with which it married. Rebecca

Gratz herself was never married.

She was the founder of several

charitable organizations.

Penina Moise, the fourth se-

lection, comes from South Caro-

lina, the state of which Mr.

Simonhoff may properly speak

with some authority. Harry Sim-

onhoff was long a resident of

that state and at one time served

in the South Carolina legislature.

Yet it was more than state pride

that caused Simonhoff to in-

clude Penina Moise. Charleston,

as he points out, in early Ameri-

can history was one of the im-

portant cultural centers of

America.

Penina Moise was the "spirit-

ual" type. She owes her claim

to fame chiefly to the hymns
which she wrote which for a

time were included in the Re-

form Jewish prayer book. She

was blind for a great part of her

life.

Ernestine L. Rose, the fifth

selection is the crusader. The
daughter of a Polish Jew, she

travelled about Europe, settled

for a time in England and later

came to America at the time

when America was experiencing

a great reform agitation. It was
the time of abolitionism, of the

beginnings of the woman's
rights movement, of Utopian

socialism. The day of Wendell

Phillips and William Lloyd Gar-

rison and Susan Anthony. No
less a person than the last her-

self admits to having come un-

der the spell of Ernestine Rose.

Reformers had to go through a

powerful lot of heckling in those

days, by those who wanted no

change in the status quo and

Ernestine Ross had the knack of

subduing the heckler.

The last selection for the hall

of fame is a woman who com-

bines several of the qualities of

the preceding. Ada Menken com-

bined intelligence with glamor.

Imagine a female Theodore Her-

zl joined to a Gypsy Rose Lee.

Merely to think of such a com-

bination is ludicrous, yet Ada
Menken was something like that.

Back in the days before the Civil

War, this young woman who had

barely reached the age of twen-

ty was writing poems calling on

Jews to restore the Jewish State,

the same Ada Menken who was

shocking American audiences by

giving the first performances

seen in this country of an act-

ress in tights. She died at the

years. It was Rabbi Wise who founded the H.U.C., whose job
it is, together with its affiliate the J.I.R., to provide Reform
with its rabbis.

What made this service different is the fact that, although
the sanctuary of the Temple was filled to capacity, not one
word of the service was audible except to those on the bima.
The entire ceremony was conducted in whispers, none of which
filtered through to the audience. This device gave a solemnity
to the proceedings that was, we understand, breathtaking. As
each participant performed his function, in a hushed voice,

and as the blessing was bestowed on each new rabbi by Dr.

Nelson Glueck, the awe-inspiring service moved to its con-

clusion. The implication is that the rite which was being ob-

served was a matter between the individual and his God, and
as such it required nothing but the most subdued tones.

For us there is something additionally inspiring in this or-

dination. It is a matter of common knowledge that in this day

and age the path of the rabbi is no bed of roses. It is an exacting

profession that carries many diverse responsibilities. Those
who are qualified could find many lines of endeavor which
from a purely materialistic standpoint would be far more re-

warding. One must feel the "call" to choose the rabbinate.

And here we have sixteen such men ready to start out on the

thorny road that lies ahead. It is not only inspiring, but com-

forting to contemplate that the needs of Reform will now be

met and, year after year, as these dedicated men attain their

ordination, the life of Reform Jewry is assured continuity.
