The moving finger writes; and, having writ,

Moves on; nor all your piety nor wit

Shall lure it back to cancel half a line,

Nor all your tears wash out a word of it.

In these stirring words did Omar Khayyam almost two thou-

sand years ago meditate poetically upon the all two swift pass-

ing of the years. These thoughts are magnificently appropos as

we approach once again our soul-stirring High Holyday Season.

They catch the mood, the essence of the Penitential Season.

Once again we will take heed of the passing of the months, we
will pause for self-examination and introspection. In the spirit

of our faith, which speaks of a God who demands of each of us

our best, we approach God's house to repeat the age-old prayers.

We speak of being weighed in the balance, of God taking-

account of our deeds. Of course, what we really mean is that

we make our own personal inventory. We believe that these

prayers, the music, and the rabbi's interpretations of the mean-

ing of the "Days of Awe" are the tools which aid us to accom-

plish the purpose of Rosh Hashonah and Yom Kippur — self-

renewal, greater understanding of ourselves, and the ability to

see more clearly the meaning and purpose of life itself.

The Holydays offer us the opportunity to "reclaim" the

concept of Divinity in our personal lives. Over and over again

we will be admonished "to fear the Lord, our God." I am
afraid that too often we overlook the basic implication of this

idea. Some of us may even ask, "What do we mean by fearing

God?" Our immediate reaction to this idea in this age of

sophistication may be if not a completely negative one at least

one of complete indifference. Some of us may even go so far

as to point out that one of the pitfalls against which we are

frequently warned by psychologists and psychiatrists is fear

itself. It must be understood, however, that although in its

origin the idea of fear of God may have meant just that, yet

for the thoughtful, modern Jew there is a very different impli-

cation in this idea. Fear of God means reverence, respect,

understanding. While originally the thought of "fear of God"
may even have been a somewhat depressing idea, to the thought-

ful contemporary Jew it is just the opposite. When we approach
God with reverence, with appreciation for the Divine as seen

in the natural world, in the moral law, under the aspect of

man's individual creativity, we gain for ourselves an uplifting

and exhilarating outlook upon life. It is what the philosopher

Kant must have felt when he referred to the "starry heavens

above and the moral law within," or, perhaps, even what
the Psalmist of old was beginning to comprehend when, in a

great burst of religious joy, he called out, "Serve the Lord with
fear and rejoice before Him with trembling."

Respect for God begets respect for self. The man who
respects himself as a child of God will not be lacking in respect

for his fellowmen. In an age when life is deemed so cheap,

when we are all too aware of the catastrophic destruction that a

few well-placed nuclear weapons could cause, we need to culti-

vate this attitude of deep regard for our own worth and that

of our neighbors. If we would be inscribed for blessing "in

the Book of Life" of the New Year, let us consider well pur
own individual responsibilities in this direction as once again

through the disciples of this Holy Season we strive to become
at one with our fellowmen and our God.

The Most Significant Day Of The Year

Every High Holy Day Season brings with it feelings of awe
and uncertainty; brings with it the need for some religious

expression. True, very few Jews in America today have the

same sense of awe and trepidation which characterized our
fathers. Nevertheless, nearly every Jew feels a powerful attrac-

tion to the Synagogue on Rosh Hashonah and Yom Kippur,
feels a usually vague and undefined inner need to communi-
cate with God and to reflect on the more serious and the more
lofty aspects of life.

I have always thought that our fathers were very wise to

set aside such a period. They, no doubt, spent much more time

in study, prayer, and self-examination than do we of the mid-
twentieth century. Yet, we need study, prayer, and self-exam-

ination — need them desperately. Living in a turbulent age

which emphasizes the acquisition of material objects and the

pursuit of "good times," we often forget that we are spiritual

creatures with spiritual needs. To be healthy human beings,

we need to develop all aspects of our lives, the physical, the

mental and the spiritual. If we neglect any one of them, then

we are incomplete and are lacking. Then, we indeed sin —
sin towards ourselves and towards society which expects and
needs us to live up to our very best.

One of the remarkable aspects of Judaism is that it does

not divide the soul and the body into separate, isolated parts.

It sees the human beings as an integrated whole, all parts of

which should be fulfilled. The High Holy Days do emphasize

the spiritual aspects of life but that is to remind us, who are

so easily forgetful of them, that we cannot live without them,

that they are indispensable to the good life. Animals know
nothing of contemplation, prayer, study, ethics, morality. Hu-
man being do. Unless we wish to be like beasts, we will con-

tinually work at developing those aspects which make us ever

more human and, thus, more like the Divine in Whose image

we were created.

Let us, then, not neglect the opportunity offered us by these

Days of Awe. Let them move us to enriched living the year-

round. Let them TEACH US that we must, at all times, seek

to come near to God. to spend some time in learning, and to

let our religious heritage move us to finer, nobler living. If

they succeed, then Rosh Hashonah and Yom Kippur will truly

be the most significant days of our year.

I have been watching his

swift young fingers on the type-

writer, as this piece is being

written.

You see, he and I have known
each other from the day of our

birth together back in the year

1883. T though it not unseemly

for me to write about him on

this his 73rd Rosh Hashonah

;

by way of suggesting that Rosh
Hashonah is an occasion for a

man to measure himself and

consider how he has done with

his life.

There was a time . . . when he

was in his 60's and younger . . .

when Segal never would have

allowed me to write about him

;

as a' reporter he was dedicated to

the purpose of writing only

about other people. In his 60's

he was bashful about confessing

his age; but now after 73 Rosh

Hashonahs he finds himself

proud of his years, because at

73, he's still going so well. Years,

he says, by themselves are only

like a long row of numbers on

an adding machine.

He was quite willing to be

written about on this Rosh Has-

honah occasion ... a time for

Segal and all others to be looked

deep into ... to see what their

years have meant to them in

the way of spiritual successes . .

. . that is to say, what successes

they have made of their beings,

and to decide whether their lives

really have been worth living all

those years. That kind of survey

has nothing to do with salaries

earned, or with Cadillacs ac-

quired (Segal himself never has

cichieved anything higher than

o. Chevrolet) or with profits

gathered on the stock market or

the race track. (Though only

some weeks ago Segal collected

S54.00 on a daily double.)

So I said to him: "Segal, how
do you evaluate your many
years? Of course, you under-

stand I am asking you to speak

about yourself only for the pur-

pose of pointing out, through

our column, how a man should

look at himself on Rosh Hashon-

ah .. . how to judge himself as

everyone should on Rosh Has-

honah. You see, we can't leave it

all to God who has so many of

us to judge."

Segal thought that on this day

a man shouldn't start a judg-

ment of himself by boasting of

his virtues, if any . . . "Yes",

he said, "there have been a lot

of sins in me . . . nothing very

big, mind you . . . nothing to be

hanged for. But I have behaved

like a heel at times in my own
house. Ask Rose. (Rose is Segal's

wife.) At times in thoughtless-

ness or in anger, I have let my
voice out against her but, by

way of excusing me, you may say

that I always felt so sorry after-

ward. I am not at all a saintly

character, as you know. And
there are many other misde-

meanors that I regret. The col-

umn isn't long enough to list all

of them ; but every guy should

know what they are, since they

are of him, too."

But, Segal said, that, all in all,

he has been a fairly decent

character, through the 73 years.

. . . "We can't all be saints and

maybe it is about as much as you

say about anybody to describe

him as a fairly decent person.

That means he has been quite

honest, has tried to be just to-

ward others, has stood up for his

convictions, his thinking" has

been with kindness, and he has

been humble."

For a moment, Segal went

back to the list of his derelic-

tions . . . "You know. I haven't

been going to schul very often.

Sometimes I attempt to excuse

myself for this delinquency. I

ask myself, just what is it to be

a good Jew? Does it mean regu-

lar attendance at the Synagogue

or, rather, does it mean to live as

a Jew should in his business and

in all his dealings, in his house,

and in all the ways of his life?

That is to say, isn't a Jew truly

Jewish if he tries to live by way
of those Teachings?

I happen to know the funda-

mental of Segal's Judaism. It's

ail in what the prophet Micah
said : "What doth the Lord thy

God require of thee but to do

justly, to love mercy and to walk

humbly with thy God." (And it

-houid be added to his credit

that he really has tried to live

by that.)

I asked Segal what he con-

sidered the main success of the

Before presenting the subject,

The Dead Sea Scrolls, it will be

well, for background, to refresh

ourselves with a few facts.

The Bible

For Jews the Bible consists of

that group of books which Chris-

tians call the Old Testament,

and consists of 39 books. It com-

prises three divisions : The Law,

the Prophets, and the Writings.

The Catholic and Protestant ar-

rangement of the books are

grouped according to subject:

History, Poetry, Prophesy, fol-

lowing the order set by the first

Greek translation (Septuagint,

300-100 B. C. E.)

The Bible Canon is a term

used to designate the whole

group of books finally selected

for inclusion into the sacred

Scriptures. The books that were

excluded are called uncanonical.

The uncanonical books fall into

two categories: the Apocrypha
and the Pseudepigrapha. The
Apocrypha were at a later period

included in the Catholic Bible

Canon. The Protestants, after

the Reformation, rejected the

Apocrypha from their Canon.

In addition, the Bible refers, by
name or author, to at least a

score of other books which were

lost and are referred to as the

lost books of the Bible.

Bible Texts

During the 5th century B. C.

the books of the Bible were al-

ready collected and presumably

read in the synagogue. The
Jews, several centuries before

the Christian era, were so nu-

merous in Egypt, especially at

Alexandria, that at a certain

time they formed two-fifths of

the entire population. Little by
little most of them ceased to use

the Hebrew language. It was for

the benefit of the Hellenized

Jews that the Bible was trans-

lated into Greek by the middle

of the 3rd pre-Christian century.

Importance of the Septuagint

A. It is the most ancient

translation of the Bible.

B. It helped to spread He-

braic ideas through the Graeco-

Roman world.

C. It became a source for

translation of the Bible in other

languages.

D. It is the official text of

the Greek church at the present

time.

The New Testament

For about 60 years after the

death of Jesus, the New Testa-

ment was only in the process of

being written. There was, in

fact, no determination until the

fourth century as to which writ-

ings were to be accepted as in-

spired. In the year 382, Pope

Damasus caused the list of in-

spired Scriptures to be drawn up

and 15 years later the Council of

Carthage proclaimed the canon

of the New Testament.

The Masoretic Text

The Masorites were the Jew-

ish scholars who, for several

centuries, labored to insure a re-

liable text of the Hebrew Bible.

Their scholastic standards were

scrupulous and their concern for

detail meticulous. Tradition

places the beginning of the oral

Masora (tradition) as far back

as Ezra's time (5th century B.

C. E.) ; it was reduced to writing

somewhere between the 5th and

8th century A. D.

The first Latin translation of

the Bible from the Hebrew text

was made by the church father

Jerome (about 340). His trans-

lation was known as the Vul-

gate. Many of the earliest trans-

lations of the Bible into Euro-

pean languages were secondary

renditions made from the Vul-

gate.

The Bible, for Jew and Chris-

tian, is the inspired record of

revelation. The meaning of reve-

lation has been variously inter-

preted through the many cen-

turies. Broadly speaking there

are two views on revelation. The

traditional view is that at a cer-

tain time and place, by a super-

natural process, God revealed

His will to man. A liberal view,

not necessarily modern, is that

the whole history of Israel and

mankind is resonant With God's

voice. The idea of God in History

is the unique and distinctive

contribution of the Hebraic gen-

ius to human thought. The He-

braic view of history, is that

God established a covenant rela-

tion with humanity. The begin-

ning of Israel as a people is the

beginning of an unfolding pro-

cess of divine purpose. Unlike

the Greek view of history as a

series of cyclic movements re-

turning upon themselves, the

Hebrew view is that History is

a real succession of particular

events in which the prophetic

eye can discern stages in the

working out of the divine pur-

pose. In form, Jewish history is

that of a single people, but in in-

tention it is universal history.

The liberal view or interpreta-

tion of revelation has been aptly

formulated by the Jewish theo-

logian, Kaufman Kohler:

"Each creative act is a mys-

tery beyond the reach of human
observation. In all fields of en-

deavor the flashing forth of

genius impresses us as the work
of a mysterious force, which
acts upon an elect individual or

nation and brings it into close

touch with the divine. In the

religious genius especially is

this true; for in him all the

spiritual forces of the age seem
to be energized an;l set into mo-
tion, then to burst forth into a

new religious consciousness,

which is to revolutionize religi-

ous thought and feeling."

Revelation, whether interpret-

ed in accordance with the tradi-

tional view or in accordance

with the liberal view implies a

living and dynamic relationship

between God and man. This rela-

tionship constitutes the essence

of religion.

A contemporary theologian,

Abraham J. Heschel, states that

the divine-human encounter or

relationship proceeds on three

levels. The first comes to a man
as he searches for ultimate

meaning, as he stands over-

whelmed in the face of the gran-

deur and misery of existence.

The second level is God's an-

swer to man's search and comes
in revelation. The third is man's
response to the divine call from
beyond.

The discovery of the Dead
Sea Scrolls, acclaimed as the

greatest manuscript discovery

of modern times, focuses our at-

tention to the God-consciousness

of the Hebraic people and their

intense preoccupation with the

cardinal qualities of the moral
life.

In the spring of 1947 an Arab
boy of 15 went searching for a

stray goat on a hillside near the

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HON. SIMON E. SOBELOFF

One year and three days after

President Eisenhower first nom-

inated him, Simon E. Sobeloff

was confirmed by the United

States Senate as justice of the

Fourth Circuit Court of Appeals.

Stepping down from the post

Solicitor General of the United

States, Judge Sobeloff will oc-

cupy the seat of Judge Morris A.

Sopher, a distinguished jurist

under whom Sobeloff served as

a law secretary about forty

years earlier.

No recent nominee for high

judicial honors had a rougher

time in getting Senate conforma-

tion. In fact, it was reminiscent

of the fight waged in 1916

against Louis D. Brandeis when
President Wilson named that

great jurist to the Supreme
Court. But even that bitter con-

troversy was resolved in less

than six months, whereas the

southern Senators, by a delaying

tactic, blocked the Sobeloff ap-

pointment for over a year. When
Senate confirmation finally

came, it was by a resounding

vote of 64 to 19.

It is irnonic that Judge Sobel-

off's appointment should have

stirred so violent a controversy

for he is moderate in everything

that he does, and the very act

that aroused the ire of the

Southern Senators was an act of

moderation — the presentation

to the Supreme Court of a plan

of gradual integration following

the high court's decision that

racial segregation was illegal.

In Baltimore — where he has

served over the years as City

Solicitor, United States Attor-

ney and Chief Judge of the

Maryland Court of Appeals —
Sobeloff's reputation was based

in large part on his tract and

skill as a negotiator. A life-long

Republican, who served as chief

advisor to the Republican Gov-

ernor Theodore R. McKeldin, he

was also labor advisor to the

Democratic Mayor Thomas D'-

Alesandro. When he practiced

law, prior to becoming Mary-

land's Chief Judge, he had on

his desk two direct telephone

wires, one to Governor McKeld-

in and the other to Mayor D'-

Alesandro.

A little over a year ago, on

June 6, 1955, Judge Sobeloff de-

livered a commencement address

at Morgan State College, a Ne-

gro institution in his native

Baltimore. It was only a week

after the Supreme Court had de-

clared that segregation in the

schools was illegal, and it was
only a month before President

Eisenhower was to nominate

him for the Circuit Court of Ap-

peals, when Solicitor General

Sobeloff said:

"In appraising the Court's de-

cision, we must be careful to

avoid the tendency either to

minimize or exaggerate its sig-

nificance. I know that there are

many sincere people who would

have wished the Court to order

a complete abandonment of the

existing system forthwith, or at

least that a more specific time

table had been indicated. Doubt-

less such a course can be defend-

ed on strictly logical grounds,

but problems of Government do

not lie exclusively in the realm

of logic. It is surely no desertion

of principle to recognize practi-

cal difficulties in order to carry

out a program. It is well to re-

mind ourselves of the words of

Lord Bryce who wrote of our

Constitution: Tt was and re-

mains what its authors styled it,

eminently an instrument of com-

promise ; it is perhaps the most

successful instance in history of

what a judicious spirit of com-

prise may effect.'

"In every age men of real

statesmanship, with the object

of unity and effectiveness, have

been content to accept what is

practicable and to proceed step

by step effectively rather than

to insist uncompromisingly but

vainly on the immediate attain-

ment of the ideal. It is in this

temper that the Government's

brief and argument were sub-

mitted to the Court, and it is

this same sound spirit that

breathes through the Court's

latest utterance. Principle is not

compromised, but difficulties in

local conditions, with their va-

riety of local problems, are rec-

ognized and provision is made
for dealing with them."

These words — enunciating

Judge Sobeloff's views — indi-

cate what a disgraceful and un-

fair fight that Senators East-

land and Johnson led against

him in the Senate, a fight which

even saw six Southern Senators

publicly proclaiming that Sobel-

off as a judge was "personally

obnoxious" to them and the peo-

ple of their states — Virginia,

North Carolina and South Caro-

lina.

Whether the question of Judge

Sobeloff's Jewishness was a fac-

tor in the opposition is open to

question. If it did, it was only

incidental. However, a few days

before confirmation, crosses —
reminiscent of K.K.K. days —
were burned near the homes of

Judge Sobeloff, Justice Frank-

furter of the Supreme Court.

Chief Justice Warren and the

head of the Washington NA-
ACP. And there was one parti-

cularly insinuating statement

made by Senator Robertson of

Virginia who called Sobeloff's

selection by President Eisen-

hower "an effort to woo certain

political pressure groups in oth-

er parts of the nation by an ac-

tion which is offensive to a ma-
jority of the people in the region

he will serve."

The sixty-one year old Judge

Sobeloff's public career has been

closely interrelated with that of

Maryland's chief executive, Gov-

ernor Theodore Roosevelt Mc-

Keldin, who thinks of him as a

"high minded citizen of great

ability — a great lawyer." In

their younger days, both men
were associated with former

Mayor William F. Broening of

Baltimore — Sobeloff as advisor

and later in the City Solicitor's

office, and McKeldin as secre-

tary to the Mayor. Later, when
McKeldin became Mayor and

Governor of Maryland, Judge

Sobeloff was his closest personal

advisor.

Both the Governor and Sobel-

off are native Baltimoreans,

poor boys whose success stories

are so much a part of the Ameri-

can pattern. McKeldin's father

was a cop; Sobeloff's an uphol-

sterer. Both were born in Balti-

more, sons if immigrants, who
have done credit to America's

traditional "open-door" policy,

now, unfortunately limited.

Through all his years, Simon

Sobeloff has been active in Jew-

ish affairs. A member of the

Har Sinai Congregation, he has

Regardless of who the people

may be, as long as they want to

become united in marriage in

order to share their lives, the
element of solemnity and sacred-

ness exists in the ceremony.

This particular wedding that
I shall never be able to forget

took place at a summer resort in

the mountains, about two hours'

ride from New York City. The
groom's father had decided that

he wanted "nothing but the

best." He had engaged from
New York City a star cantor and
a rabbi. That is, he engaged the

cantor. The cantor brought
along the rabbi.

The wedding invitations call-

ed for "eight o'clock." My hus-

band and I decided it would be

advisable to spend the week-end

at the resort in order to be there

on time. Otherwise we could not

possibly arrive in time for the

ceremony, since we lived too far

away—and we didn't want to

travel on the Sabbath. We ar-

rived on Friday afternoon, rest-

ed all day Saturday, and as soon

as the sun set we dressed in our

formal clothes and were ready

for the big affair. The time ele-

ment was no problem to us since

we had shown great foresight

and had made our reservations

at the hotel where the wedding

was to be held.

Most of the guests, however,

could not arrange to take a

week-end holiday. They had
their business to attend to. They
had to start out on the trip to

the resort after work. The hosts,

with a great deal of considera-

tion, arranged to have two bus-

ses meet all the guests arriving

New York, Philadelphia, and
New Jersey cities at a New York
station to bring the travelers to

the mountain hotel. Picture a

group of about sixty tired and
uncomfortable people emerging
from the stuffy busses on a

sweltering June night. After a

long bus trip to reach the New
York station, plus the two-hour

ride to the resort, even the most
fastidious person looked hag-

gard, hot, and rumpled.

David Congregation in Greensboro earlier this year. We were not
among those who heard it, but we discovered that there was so
much favorable comment, that we prevailed on Mr. Messitte to write
it for us.—THE EDITOR.

SEYMOUR MESSITTE

My presence in the pulpit to-

night may need a word of ex-

planation.

Just about eight weeks ago,

after a Friday night service, I

was talking to Rabbi Kling and

asked if he would be interested

in a topic for a sermon that had

been on my mind for some time.

He said that he was always on

the alert for good topics ; I then

told him that the one I had in

mind was religion and the trav-

eling man. His retort was that

he thought it an excellent sub-

ject and felt that I should give

it. Jokingly, I said that if he

wouldn't, 1 would. Rabbi Kling in

seriousness accepted my offer.

First I must tell you that more

of my life has been actively

spent as a traveling salesman

than as an ardent religionist. I

have been selling and traveling

for twenty years. During most

of this time I was on the out-

skirts of finding Judaism and

religion. For the past year since

I have been in Greensboro, I

found myself more and more de-

voted to religion and Judaism.

But I have been in Greensboro

only about one year and so I

find myself feeling very humble
and standing before you old-

time residents of Greensboro and

devotees of Judaism and prayer-

fully hope that my thoughts on

the traveling man and religion

may be of some interest to you.

When I was thus induced to pro-

ceed with preparing the sermon,

I asked Rabbi Kling if he want-

ed me to submit my address be-

forehand. In his warm, forth-

right manner he answered: "I

am a Rabbi not a censor but I

expect that you won't tell any

traveling salesman's stories."

I should like to relate the case

history of a salesman who lived

without religion or a proper set

of moral values. As you will re-

call, Arthur Miller, the play-

wright, became famous over-

night at the premiere of "Death

Of A Salesman" which, ironi-

cally, tells the story of a failure

caused by its hero's, Willy Lo-

man's, worship of the wrong
kind of success. As you may re-

member, this smash hit was ap-

plauded by the stern critics and

the merits of the play were

signalized by five awards in-

cluding the Drama Critics' Cir-

cle Award and the Pulitzer Prize.

Willy Loman's story plainly

involved a failure of values in

the world around him. Willy

accepts some denatured ideals

of American society, not the val-

ues considered the highest, but

those that are sometimes over-

publicized in America. He naive-

ly succumbs to success-wor-

ship, to the belief that a jolly,

locker-room personality which

makes one well-liked is a substi-

tute for solid accomplishment

and the genuine achievement of

"the good life" spiritually as

well as materially. At age 63,

Willy the salesman is faced with

the failure of this way of life

as an unwanted employee and as

a parent disappointed in the sons

of whom he had imparted his

own values. Insofar as mistaken

ideals have deluded Willy Lo-

man, the play is a social criti-

cism, but it is more than that

—

it is a character drama so firm-

ly drawn that many Americans
from all walks of life have iden-

tified themselves or some rela-

tive or friend with Willy and

have been moved by his pathos

and his very human qualities., in

a life which fails. When Willy

Loman broke the commandment
"Thou shalt not commit adul-

tery", his son's, Biff's, faith in

his father is shattered when he

discovers this liasien by acci-

dent. Willy tries to explain

away this indiscretion and winds
up pleading with his son, say-

ing "She is nothing to me, Biff,

I was lonely. I was terribly lone-

ly." Willy never had or found

religion or an honest set of val-

ues and he traveled a lonesome

empty road indeed.

But it doesn't have to be the

way it was with Willy Loman.
Here in Greensboro those of us

who travel, for the most part are

in the middle of our territories

and so, as a rule, we take off

for the road Monday morning
and are back with family and
friends Friday. Greensboro is a

center for literally thousands of

traveling men and so the men
who comprise the traveling fra-

ternity are an important seg-

ment of the population. This is

reflected in their social position

and the opportunity for their

full spiritual, cultural and so-

cial participation in the life of

this community. To illustrate

this point, last week I visited

the Greensboro Chamber of

Commerce in an effort to deter-

mine the number of men living

in Greensboro who travel. The
young woman in charge was
very helpful, and in the course

of our conversation went on to

tell me that her husband was a

traveling man and that twelve

deacons in her church were trav-

eling men.

The nature of the work of the

traveling man is such that it cer-

tainly provides ample occasions,

as set forth in the Talmud, to

deliver an honest bushel. This
goes both in terms of our rela-

tionship with our employers as
well as our customers. By the

same token, ours is not a routine

nine-to-five operation nor is it

the assembly-line type of work
but rather it provides much
latitude for tailored individual-

ity. The many hours that we
spend driving around the coun-
tryside affords us an opportun-

ity to let our minds wander over
mountain and valley and reflect

on the basic fundamental values

of God-given life.

In our dealings with our Gen-
tile neighbors and customers, as

we travel through hamlet, town
and city, an almost unique
chance is afforded us to sell our-

selves as human beings and as

Jews by a forthright approach
in our everyday dealings. It is

important that we be respected

by the folks we do business with
for our fair dealings and con-

structive selling.

All of us need religion — man
does not live by bread alone. As
it is set forth in the Ethics of

the Fathers, "If there is no flour

or grain, there is no Torah, if

there is no Torah, there is no

flour." The importance of

beauty, of stepping outside our

workaday world into our syna-

gogue, our House of God, and
in the traditions of our revered

ancestors, praying, chanting and

reflecting, brings an inner peace

of mind for which we all strive.

This cuts down considerably our

instinctive feelings of loneliness.

The social aspects of praying

together with our fellow Jews,

On Civil foights

The pressing problem of racial

equality has now been turned

over to the uncertain helter-

skelter of the presidential cam-

paign. It remains to be seen

whether the issue will be treated

in terms of outworn cliches, or

with meaningful understanding.

To reach a fair assessment of

the performance of the parties

and their candidates, we must

bear in mind the civil rights his-

tory of the past decade.

Hopes for enactment of

Federal civil rights legislation

were at an exciting high less

than a decade ago. We saw suc-

cessively the publication of a

comprehensive set of legislative

proposals by the President's

Committee on Civil Rights in

October, 1947, President Tru-

man's ten-point civil rights pro-

gram of February, 1948, and his

election in November, 1948, de-

spite his break with the Dixie-

crats over civil rights. Yet neith-

er then nor since has any signi-

ficant Federal civil rights law

been enacted. The Congress

elected in 1948 turned back a

vigorous drive for a fair enjoy-
ment law. Since then, no civil

rights bill has come to the floor

of either House for a vote.

It has often been said that no

matter to what great heights he
may attain, "A man is without

honor in his home town." Of
course, there are exceptions to

that rule, as is strongly evi-

denced, when on May 8. 1951,

the people of Durham went to

the polls and voted for a mayor.
This election was one of the most
hotly contested ones Durham
had witnessed in many years.

The man elected for mayor
was Emanuel J. Evans.

Due to the fine job that he

did in his two-year term, the

people of Durham, for three con-

secutive times, have gone to the

polls and re-elected E. J. Evans
mayor of the City of Durham.
He was re-elected without any
opposition, an almost unprece-

dented event in Durham politics!

Mayor Evans was born in

Plainfield, N. J., May 2, 1907,

but moved with his family to

Fayetteville, N. C. in early child-

hood. His father, Isaac Evans,

operated a furniture business,

which is now managed by his

brother, Monroe.

Early in life Mutt, as he is af-

fectionately known to all, start-

ed his collection of honors. At
Fayetteville High School he

made a name for himself in

sports, graduating as a four-let-

ter man and captain of two
teams. He was also elected best

all-round student in the school

during his senior year.

At the University of North

Carolina, he majored in English
and minored in journalism.

There he compiled an enviable

record in athletics, scholarship

and leadership. He served for a
time as sports editor of the
Daily Tar Heel, student news-
paper at Carolina, and was a
track star, holding the State in-

tercollegiate half-mile record for

several years. Because of his six-

feet in height, he also became
a valuable basketball player.

When he finished his studies

at U. N. C, in 1928, he planned
to enroll in Harvard Law School,

but Dan Cupid had other ideas.

Ten days after his graduation,
he married Sara Nachamson and
soon was on his road to become
the successful businessman that
he is today.

As soon as he entered the
business world, he began to

make his leadership felt in the
community. In addition to build-

ing up the United Department
Stores, which are today known
as Evans United Department
Stores, a chain of retail stores

throughout North Carolina and
Virginia, he engaged in every
worthy project in Durham and
Carolina.

In 1942, in recognition of his

many services to the community,
he was selected as Durham's
"Young Man of the Year." He
has served in practically every

capacity in Community Chest

and United Fund activities —
ranging from solicitor to cam-
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paign chairman, and later presi-

dent of the entire organization

and chairman of its boards.

During the war, Mayor Evans

headed two war bond cam-

paigns which were outstanding-

ly successful.

His list of activities include

membership on the local Com-
munity Redevelopment Commis-
sion, president of the Durham
Merchants Association, a former

vice-president of Kiwanis Club;

director of the Durham Broad-

casting Enterprises, Director of

the Wachovia Bank; a trustee

and vice-chairman of Watts Hos-

pital ; a member of the Board of

Directors of the General Alumni
Association of the University of

North Carolina.

Recently Mayor Evans was
elected vice-president of the

North Carolina League of Muni-
cipalities and is scheduled to be-

come its president this year at

its annual meeting in Asheville.

He was recently honored by
appointment as one of 26 mayors
in the country to serve on the

Executive Committee of the

United States Conference of

Mayors.

In Atlanta, Georgia, on No-
vember 6, 1954, Mayor Evans
was honored at the annual

Founders' Day Dinner of the

Omega Chapter. He had been

selected by the Grand Council

as "TEP Man of the Year," in

recognition of his outstanding

contributions to the civic, relig-

ious and charitable life of his

state of North Carolina and the

South generally, and was pre-

sented with a special illuminat-

ed scroll.

In the Jewish community, for

seven straight years Mayor
Evans served as President of the

Beth-El Synagogue and as a re-

sult of his untiring service, was
made the Congregation's honor-

ary lifetime president. He is a

member of the Nathan Rosen-

stein B'nai B'brith Lodge.

For two years he was state

president of the United Jewish

Appeal and has been on the

executive committee for many
years. He also serves as repre-

sentative of the American Zion-

ist Council in its public relations

program carried out in this area.

Throughout the years, he has

proved to be a champion of the

cause of Israel, as well as an
untiring worker for bonds for

Israel.

Across the ocean, thousands
of miles away, while he and his

Mayor Evans of Durham, North
Carolina was made an honorary
citizen of Jerusalem by His Hon-
or, the Mayor of Jerusalem.

Mayor Evans is further dif-

ferentiated from the popular

idea of a Southern politician by
the manner in which he dresses.

You won't find him wearing

frock coats or peculiar-looking

bats. He dresses exactly like

what he is: a successful busL.

nessman. Hollywood wouldn't be

interested in using Mayor Evans
as a model for what the cinema

city considers an authentic

Southern politician.

Sharing honors with her illus-

trious husband is Sara Nacham-
son Evans. Mrs. Evans comes
from a family long affiliated

with the World Zionist move-

ment. The late Mrs. Eli Nacham-
son, mother of Mrs. Evans, or-

ganized the first chapter of Ha-
dassah in Kinston, North Caro-

inlina in 1917.

The name "Evans" is synono-

mous with Zionism in the state

of North Carolina.

Like her husband, Mrs. Evans
is not a North Carolinian by

birth. She was born in Balti-

more, Maryland. Early in life

her family moved to Dover and
then to Kinston. North Carolina-

She attended Goucher College

and Duke University.

Her indefatigable work in

Hadassah has won for her many
honors in the state and through-

out the nation. Mrs. Evans was
president of the Durham Chap-

ter of Hadassah for many years.

At the local chapter's 25th anni-

versary donor celebration, the

members saw fit to bestow on

her the title of honorary presi-

dent of the Chapter and a life

membership in Hadassah. She
was the first woman to receive

these honors in the region.

For three years she served as

president of the Seaboard Region

and as honorary vice-president

of that region. During her Sea-

board Regional presidency, she

inaugurated training programs

for Hadassah leaders which are

now being used throughout the

country; as well as guided the

region to a large increase in

membership and chapters.

As a member of the National

Board of Hadassah, Sara served

for 11 years; as well as a three-

year term on the Board as one

of the three members-at-large

from the entire country. She

also served for two years as a

member of the National Service

Committee.

On August 26, 1954, at Hadas-

sah's Fortieth Anniversary Con-

vention at the Waldorf-Astoria

Hotel, Mrs. E. J. Evans was
elected a national vice-president.

The plain fact is that Federal
civil rights bills have no chance
under the present political line-

up and existing congressional

procedures. The Democratic
Party is hopelessly split between
militant supporters and militant

opponents of equality. The Re-
publican Party, for the most
part, is indifferent to civil rights

and some of its influential lead-

ers oppose specific civil rights

measures because they oppose

government regulation general-

ly. When we add to this the fact

that it takes 64 Senators to

break a filibuster, it becomes

clear that efforts to get new civ-

il rights laws serve little more
than an educational function.

That fact has prompted the or-

ganized civil rights forces to

look about for other legislative

approaches. By far the most
promising of these is the device

of offering amendments to pend-

ing measures that enjoy sub-

stantial support. This procedure

has long been accepted in Con-

gress and is entirely appropriate

when the amendment is relevant.

There is no real question as

to the relevance of statu-

tory clauses that prohibit segre-

gation in school, housing, and

other projects that receive Fed-

eral aid.

This tactic was used when the

bill for Federal aid for public

school construction was debated

in the closing days of the 1956

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Congressional session. The an-

ti-segregation amendment offer-

ed by Representative Powell was
approved by the House of Rep-
resentatives, largely because of

the support of Republicans who
voted for it in order to defeat

the school construction proposal

itself. Thereafter, with this

group voting against the bill, it

was defeated.

While few gains have been
made in Congress, the judicial

branch of the government has

been the scene of significant

progress. A large-scale cam-
paign of litigation by the NAA-
CP has resulted in a series of

important decisions by the Unit-

ed States Supreme Court. Attor-

neys General representing both

Democratic and Republican ad-

ministrations have filed briefs

with the Court stating flatly

that state-imposed ^e^rega'i^ i

is necessarily unconstitutional.

The Supreme Court decision

of May 1954 condemning segre-

gation in public schools radical-

ly changed the nature of the civ-

il rights struggle. Now that the

opposition has been deprived of

the defense of judicially ap-

proved segregation laws, it has

become violent and openly defi-

ant of legal processes. Unfortu-

nately, some liberals have allow-

ed themselves to be frightened

by that defiance.

The third branch of the gov-

ernment, the Executive, has fol-

lowed a course midway between

that of the other two. Under

both Democrats and Republi-

cans, it has made some signifi-

cant gains, most important be-

ing the end of segregation in the

Armed Forces. Following the

1954 public school decision,

the Eisenhower Administration

moved effectively to end segre-

gation in the schools in the Dis-

trict of Columbia. But it has re-

frained from any action that

would curb the excesses of the

segregationists in those states

of the deep south that have alto-

gether rejected the Supreme

Court ruling.

There are three elements to

watch in the coming campaign

maneuvering on civil rights.

First, what will the parties and
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candidates say about civil rights

legislation ? This is the standard

topic of platform planks and

speeches: FEPC, lynching, the

right to vote, and so forth. How-
ever, what is said on the - "V
jects will have only a symbolic

importance ; the Congressional

stalemate makes it unlikely that

any plank or pledge will bring

civil rights legislation nearer to

enactment.

Second, there is the Powell

Amendment. Neither party is

likely to go out on a limb on this.

The issue is too complex and

there is no way of knowing

whether any statement on that

subject will attract votes.

Third, there is the Supreme

Court decision. This is the issue

that will provide the real test

for parties and candidates. Of

course, neither party will con-

demn the decision ; the fight will

lie between those who would

write a call for prompt imple-

mentation of the decision and

those who wish to achieve

"unity" by ignoring it altogeth-

er. The strength of the civil

rights forces in each party will

be revealed by what the plat-

forms and candidates say on this

point.

There is no doubt that segre-

gation will be ended if the Su-

preme Court's decision is carried

out. Hence, the Dixiecrats seek

to nullify the decision. Their

campaign is aimed at the neu-

trals in the civil rights battle,

who are at present on the side of

enforcement because of their

normal attachment to th ^ cause

of law and order. They can be

swung to the other side if they

are persuaded that enforcement

will be more unpleasant than

closing their eyes to vi v>r ;.

After the Civil War and

the Reconstruction Period, the

North was persuaded to aban-

don the equalitarian principles

embodied in the postwar amend-

ments to the Constitution. The

coming Presidential campaign

will reveal whether we are

threatened by a repetition of

that disaster.

Appointment of Bernard Simon, for-

mer New York editor and publicist,

as national director of public rela-

tions for B'nai B'rith was announced
by Maurice Bisgyer of Washington,
executive vice-president of the 113-

year-old Jewish service organization.
Simon will maintain headquarters in

the B'nai B'rith national offices in

Washington from where he will di-

rect the public information activities

of the 400,000-member organization,

oldest and largest of its kind in the

world.

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In tendering his resignation

from the American Council For
Judaism, Rabbi Irving F. Rei-

chert, of San Francisco, a co-

founder, and an honorary vice-

president of that organization

outlined his reasons for resign-

ing in a letter to Clarence L.

Coleman, Jr., its president. Dr.

Reichert said that the council

should halt "its obstructionist

campaign against the welfare

and legitimate aspirations of

Israel and its people" or dissolve.

Rabbi Reichert asserted the

council had tried to influence

United States Government poli-

cies toward Israel and the Mid-

dle East "in precisely the same
fashion as have the Zionists,

whose political activities it se-

verely criticizes." He added

:

"While professing neutrality

toward the United Jewish Ap-

peal (a national fund-raising

agency) it has sought to cause

it embarrassment and injury.

"It has steadily removed it-

self further and further away
from the main current of Jew-

ish fellowship. It has gratui-

touslv alienated untold numbers

of potential adherents, until to-

day it is virtually a pariah in

Jewish organizational life."

The rabbi noted that when the

council was formed it empha-
sized "safeguarding the reli-

gious heritage bequeathed to our
people by 4,000 years of his-

tory."

The council was organized, he
said, to combat "the rampant
nationalism and secularism of

American Zionist groups." Its

first "digest of principles," he
reminded Mr. Coleman, stated

that it would support projects

in Palestine of "an economic,

cultural and spiritual nature."

He recalled that the digest em-
bodied these principles:

It rejected the idea of Jewish

racialism and nationalism. It in-

sisted the Jew had a right to be

a citizen of any nation where he

lived. It emphasized the univer-

salism of Judaism. It declared

the Jewish community existed to

bear solemn witness to God and

to His law of truth and right-

eousness.

"Unfortunately," Dr. Reichert

declared, "the council has pro-

gressively abandoned this plat-

form. The sections dealing with

Palestine have in effect been re-

pudiated. The council seems de-

termined to create the impres-

sion that it is waging its own
private war upon Israel and its

people.

"For a considerable time now,

its major emphasis has been di-

rected to the purely political as-

pect of the Arab-Israeli conflict

and its repercussions on Ameri-

can Middle East diplomacy."

The rabbi said that he, him-

self, rejected "the inadmissible

claims of Jewish nationalism of

Jews who are loyal nationals of

countries other than Israel.

Yet, he added, he never had been

"aware of a,ny incompatibility

between this rejection and help-

ing Israel and our people there."

"What has troubled me deep-

ly," his letter went on, "is a con-

tradiction between the council's

original sympathetic and help-

ful pronouncements of concern

for Palestine and its builders

and those expressed today in



The American Jewish TIMES-OUTLOOK 2 !

the name of the council by some
of its most articulate represent-

ees.

"To be sure, He added: the

council has said that it wishes

the State and people of Israel

well. I ask you, what has it done

to inspire confidence in the sin-

cerity of this avowal ?

"In all fairness, one cannot

blame the American community
for harboring the widespread

impression that not only does

the council not wish Israel and

its people well, but that some of

its spokesmen talk and act as

though it were ranged on the

side of its enemies.

"Your recommendation at the

last council convention in April,

that the United States Govern-

ment conduct an official investi-

gation of the United Jewish Ap-
peal, is a case in point. I enter-

tain the highest regard and ad-

miration for you personally, but

I was shocked at this incredible

and outrageous proposal."

Dr. Reichert stated that the

council had accomplished much

in which it could take pride. In

his listing of its achievements he

included these items:

"It has offered sturdy opposi-

tion to the unilateral regimenta-

tion of Jewish life in America.

"It has challenged the irre-

sponsible and harmful state-

ments of Zionist extremists, and

tempered their fanaticism."

He went on to observe

:

"One could only wish that to

these might be added the

achievement of having created,

through wise and statesmanlike

measures, a climate of public

opinion which would have made

it possible for the millions who
shared our original principles, to

have joined our ranks.

"As matters now stand, one

suspects that if the American

Council for Judaism said today

that Moses is credited with hav-

ing given Israel the Ten Com-
mandments on Mount Sinai, the

statement would be rejected in

scorn by the overwhelming mass

of Jewish people."

been president of the Baltimore

Board of Jewish Education,

president of the Baltimore Jew-
ish Council, a member of the

Board of the Jewish Education
Alliance, Baltimore's counter-

part of New York's Madison
House; president of the local

American Jewish Congress chap-

ter, as well as its national vice-

president; a member of the

board and legal counsel of the

Associated Jewish Charities

;

and an active worker on behalf

of Israel as well as local philan-

thropies. Twice, Judge Sobeloff

went to Israel with Governor

McKeldin.

Militant in his espousal of the

rights and privileges of the com-
mon man, both in civil as well as

Jewish life, Mr. Sobeloff's philo-

sophy is best defined as prag-

matic. A believer in such basic

Republican tenets as free enter-

prise, he has nevertheless been

liberal enough to serve as labor

counsel to a New Deal Demora-
tic Mayor. Some years before the

New Deal was born, he drafted

and sponsored a State Unemploy-
ment Insurance bill. Sound
enough on taxes and state eco-

nomy to be chief advisor to a

Republican Governor, he has ren-

dered distinguished service as

counsel to what critics would call

a Socialist experiment, the City

Housing Authority.

In Jewish life, he has been on

the side of democratization - the

widening of community respon-

siblity. He has been militant in

the fight against prejudice, but

he has recognized the truth that

miracles couldn't always be ac-

complished overnight. Generally,

he favored legislation making
racial and religious discrimina-

tion illegal, but within a range

that is workable.

As Judge Sobeloff assumes the

mantle of his new and high jud-

icial robes, it is appropriate that

we understand his basic philoso-

phy and note his views on the

law. Speaking before the Ameri-

can Bar Association, he warned
that no law is an end in itself,

a guarantee of justice. He said :,

"It is quite beyond legislative

ingenuity to invent a slot ma-
chine that will dispense automa-

tic justice and make unnecessary
the adjudicative function. There
will always be the need for the

application of discriminating

judgement, the exercise of com-
passion, and use of that lubricat-

ing common-sense without which
it is not possible to attain the

satisfactory operation of any
government machinery."

And then, on the all import-

ant matter of the preservation

of liberty in these troubled days,

Judge Sobeloff, speaking at a

meeting honoring the memory of

former President Woodrow Wil-

son, said: "This is a time of con-

flict and confusion in which the

deepest issues of the nature of

man and the aims of his society

are being debated. Cherished

democratic ideals are under
heavy assault and our basic as-

sumptions in respect to the free-

dom of the individual are being

contradicted. The stress of this

period makes it increasingly

clear to all thinking person that

having won liberty, a nation can-

not rest in the assurance that it

may enjoy it without further

care or effort. The defense of

freedom is a perpetual struggle

against dangers internal and

external. It is a problem that is

never solved, a task never com-

pleted. The securing of freedom

is not the burden of courts alone,

or of Congress alone, or of the

executive branch alone, or mere-

ly of all departments of govern-

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Immigration and Absorption

—The Present and the Future Outlook
By DR. GIORA JOSEPHTAL

Treasurer of the Jewish Agency and Director of the
Jewish Agency's Absorption Department

What is the essence of our ag-

ricultural activities for the com-
ing year?

Within the coming few
months we shall establish nine

additional settlements in the

Lachish area.

We shall also establish six

new places in the Ta'anach area

in the southern Emek near the

border with Jenin, five addition-

al places in the south of the Miv-

tahim area on the border of the

Gaza strip and two in Shuva. I

cannot yet give details of the

new settlements which we wish

to establish in the hill area. I

must point out here that these

plans can be implemented only

with the help of the Govern-

ment, if it finds it possible to

help in the erection of the hous-

ing and if it supplies the first

farming budget for these places.

Irrigation Plans

In the field of irrigation I

wish to remark only on two
principal items; from the Yar-

kon-Negev pipeline we must lay

two main distribution lines for

irrigation in the Lachish area.

We have just begun this work.

Altogether it means 53 kilome-

tres of piping, involving an in-

vestment of 116,000,000. The
Yarkon-Negev line passes to the

west of the Lachish area, and

two distribution lines are need-

ed to exploit the waters of the

Yarkon for an area of 100,000

dunams in the Lachish area

alone.

In addition we intend to begin

the laying of Yarkon - Negev
Pipeline No. 2, which will bring

most of the remaining waters

of the Yarkon to the Negev. We
hope to complete this work by

1959.

I have already spoken of the

completion of the consolidation

of 59 settlements, and this year

we have to begin the consolida-

tion of 60 more, and to complete

them by the end of the budget-

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ary year 1956, 7, that is to say,

within two years. It is the new
settlement resulting from the
increased immigration which
compels us to consolidate the
existing new settlements.

We have to complete the fol-

lowing:

a. The supply of electricity to

90 more settlements. (All bor-

der settlements will then have
electricity)

.

b. Approach roads to 35 more
settlements.

c. Fencing to 70 more settle-

ments.

d. Telephones for 50 more set-

tlements.

Since the establishment of the

State we have invested in new
settlements about IL 420,000,-

000 on the basis of the present

value of the pound (IL 1.80

equals $1.00). For consolidation

of the same settlements we shall

need about IL 180,000,000 more,

without the Lachish area. By
consolidation we mean achiev-

ing the independence of the set-

tler, full exploitation of the land

and water available, and the

ability of the settler to gain his

livelihood from his farm. This is

the objective of all new settle-

ments and its realization will

ensure social stability.

When we propose a budget of

IL 70 million for the Agricultur-

al Settlement Department, apart
from IL 5 million for the activi-

ties of the J. N. F. we hope that
through it an important contri-

bution will be made towards the

consolidation of our economic
life. We must not forget that
today agriculture is not only the

deciding social and educational

factor in the realization of Zion-

ist ideals, but also the economic
implement which fixes the

measure of economic independ-

ence of the State of Israel.

Immigration and Absorption

We now pass to the field of

immigration and absorption,

which are closely bound to-

gether. I have already spoken

of the immigration during the

past year of almost 32,000 per-

sons since August, 1954, 18,000

of whom came from Morocco
and 7,000 from Tunis, Algiers,

and Tangiers. Of the remain-

ing immigrants, almost 1,000

came from India, while less

than 300 each came from Bul-

garia, USSR, Hungary, Poland,

England, France, Iraq, Persia,

Turkey, Yemen, and other coun-

tries.

At the beginning of the pres-

ent budgetary year there were

still 21,000 families in ma'barot

—more than 100,000 persons. It

was three years ago, on Septem-
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The American Jewish TIMES-OUTLOOK 27

ber 1, 1952, that we had the

largest number in ma'barot.

Then there were more than a

quarter of a million immigrants,

or 60,000 families in ma'barot

and camps. During this year the

number was reduced by one-

third. Rather more than 14,000

families, or about 70,000 per-

sons are still in corrugated met-

al huts, canvas frame huts, and

all types of former army build-

ings. This represents less than

10 percent of the immigrants

who arrived since the beginning

of the State. At the present

time 10,000 dwelling units are

under construction for new im-

migrants now in ma'barot. I

cannot promise that all the ma'-

barot will be cleared during the

coming year. Clearance of ma'-

barot is regarded by both the

Government and the Jewish

Agency as one of the most im-

portant of our tasks. It has long

been realized that ma'bara

dwellers have not yet "come
home" either spiritually or as

citizens. It is a source of partic-

ular anxiety that most of those

in the ma'barot are from Orien-

tal Jewish communities, for

since 1951 more than 90 per

cent of our immigrants came
from such areas and according-

ly they are the last to get per-

manent housing.

The danger is psychological

as well as sociological. So long

as special conditions such as be-

ing without permanent housing,

attach to one community with-

in the Yishuv, the Oriental com-
munity, members of that com-

munity will not feel themselves

citizens with rights and duties

equal to other citizens of the

country. Absence of equality be-

tween the various communities

prevents a feeling of national

unity and aggravates the feel-

ing of discrimination among
those who perhaps already tend

to a feeling of inferiority. All

who have care for our national

development from the point of

view of education and culture

must see in the ma'barot not on-

ly a negative social factor but

also an obstructive factor for

the nation. Although 90% of

the road is already behind us,

still the last 10%—those who
are still waiting for a solution,

weigh heavily upon us. It is no

consolation to the person in a

ma'bara to know that another

immigrant reached the stage of

permanent housing.

Encouraging statistics will

not encourage those who are

suffering, and it would be

wrong for us to regard this

problem solely as a mathemati-

cal one. We are faced here with

a dilemma caused by the need

to clear the ma'barot on the one

hand, and the need to build

housing for immigrants still to

come on the other.

Of the activities of the Ab-

sorption Department I wish to

refer to four only

:

A few months ago we passed

on to the authority of Malben

the large old-age camp of Neve

Avot at Pardess Hannah where

there are still almost 1,900 aged

persons. We are participating in

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the building of institutions for

the aged to the extent of one

million pounds this year. We
hope that it will be possible for

the Joint, through Malben, to

ensure those living in Neve
Avot, good conditions in perma-
nent houses within the next two
years.

During this year we extend-

ed our activities, begun two
years ago, for the provision of

scholarships. These scholar-

ships are distributed among
new immigrants who have fin-

ished primary school, in 80%
of the cases to children of Ori-

ental communities for the con-

tinuation of their studies in sec-

ondary schools, agricultural and
technical schools and in teach-

ers' seminaries. Two thousand
one hundred forty boys and
girls received these scholarships

this year and we propose to in-

crease the number by 50% next

year. These children for whom
we are making it possible to

continue studies lead us to hope

that the existing gap between

the social and educational posi-

tion of the new immigrants and
that of the established Yishuv
will not become permanent. De-

velopment of opportunities for

technical training, secondary

training, secondary and higher

studies is a necessary precondi-

tion for the welding together of

the immigrants from various

parts of the world. We are hap-

py that we are able to make a

big contribution in the field of

scholarships, and we hope that

the Ministry of Education will

also find it possible to extend

its work in this field.

Youth Aliyah

A year ago the Youth Aliyah

Department and the Absorption

Department began giving spe-

cial attention to the creation of

work-skills among youth aged

14 and over from among the

new immigrants. Absorption ac-

tivity within kibbutzim for

young people of this age was ex-

tended particularly among the

youth of the Ma'barot. One way
in which this was done was by

giving payments to parents who
were otherwise unwilling to let

their children go to kibbutzim

for training because it would

mean a financial loss to them.

During the current year 600

boys and girls have come into

the kibbutzim within this train-

ing framework. In addition we
established in the ma'barot
three schools and one workshop
where youth study half a day
and work half a day. In the

evening the trainees return to

their homes. At present this

project embraces about 400
young people and we propose to

increase the number to 1,000

during the coming year. The
new projects which we intend to

establish will also serve the
youth of young settlements who
do not yet work on their par-

ents' farms and who have fin-

ished primary school. We are

still at the beginning of this

scheme and there is the need
for a great deal of experience

and a great deal of investment.

But this project will ensure in

increasing degree that our
youth will not be without a
trade and will not go astray.

This project is particularly im-

portant in the case of young-
sters who come to Israel when
already past the age of primary
schooling and in cases where
conditions in the countries from
which they come are such that

they have not had even a mini-

mum of education.
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I must speak of the social

cases who came to Israel as part

of the mass aliya. Of 780,000

immigrants who came here

since the State was founded

about 111,000 were not able to

take up any work; were in need

of treatment in institutions

either temporarily or perma-

nently (for example, aged per-

sons, tubercular cases, chronic

invalids, the mentally ill, and so

on), and also those who could

undertake only light work in-

volving no physical effort—par-

ticularly the middle aged.

There are still about 1,800

persons under our care, that is

to say 600 families in need of

special arrangements. A year

ago there were almost 4,000.

Here we are faced with an eco-

nomic problem because of the

natural market limit for small

enterprises so that every addi-

tional arrangement we make at

this stage involves greater in-

vestment. But we hope that this

year will be the last one for care

for these immigrants by the

Jewish Agency.

The budget of the Youth Ali-

ya Department was based on

11,200 wards in its care at the

end of the year, apart from boys

and girls over the age of 14. In

actual fact the present number
is 12,200, 45% of them on farms

and the remainder in institu-

tions. Youth Aliya plans to ab-

sorb 3,600 additional children

during the coming year and to

extend its activities and the

scale of its work. Two thousand

four hundred wards will finish

their training and the increase

compared with last year will be

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THE HORN BLOWS AT MIDNIGHT

Not only through Tin Pan
Alley and among the jive points

on 52nd Street, but among the
longhairs around the Steinway
Building and the claccisists

down the street at Carnegie
Hall, Jimmy Crosley's comeback
was the sensation of the season.

How did he do it? Everybody
wondered.

For years he had been one of

the Greats in American music.

His clarinet — licorice stick, as

the hepsters called it — was the

most eloquent of musical instru-

ments, famous all over the

world. A Jimmy Crosley inter-

pretation of Gershwin, a Jimmy
Crosley recital in Detroit, San

Francisco or London or Paris,

brought out enthusiastic crowds

worshiping the Master. Then
Jimmy Crosley slipped. Gradu-

ally, he had passed out of the

picture. Now — suddenly — he

was back. And greater than

ever. And everybody wondered.

How it happened, only three

people knew. Jimmy's old boy-

hood pal, Benny Friend, one of

the cleverest agents in the busi-

ness, he knew. And Jimmy's

father, back home in Rochester.

And best of all among those who

knew, most intimately instru-

mental in Jimmy Crosley's great

comeback, was the man Jimmy

had always called Zeyde, his

grandfather, the venerable Reb
Ber.

It started one midsummer,
about July; the summer when
Jimmy had fallen to his lowest
depths. The decline had been
foreseen by Benny Friend for a
long time, some two years or

more. In the background, too,

there may also have been some
artistic frustrations, a sense of

insufficiency that made Jimmy
feel that somehow being the

greatest clarinettist was not

enough.

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ARABS IN THE KNESSET
By Gideon Weigert

Too little is known about Arab participation in the everyday life of Israel.

In the following article which appeared originally in the Hadassah News-
letter, Mr. Weigert, of the Jerusalem Post staff, reports on the political free-

dom of Israel's Arab citizens and on their eight representatives in the

Knesset. — THE EDITOR.

The number of Arab voters in

Israel has grown steadily since

January, 1949, when the State's

first national elections were

held. Out of the country's ap-

proximately 69,000 Arabs, 33,-

250 Arabs cast their votes at

this first election. This was a

unique experience here, for, for

the first time in the history of

the modern Middle East (with

the single exception of Turkey),

the Arabs, and, note, this includ-

ed thousands of Moslem women,

were given their full share of

responsibility in the political

life of their country.

True, Syria granted her wom-
en the franchise under certain

restrictions at the end of 1949.

but it was not until several

years later that the other Arab
countries began to follow the ex-

ample set by seven-month-old

Israel. Another innovation in

Israel's first election was the

full participation of Bedouin

tribesmen. In Syria and Jordan,

to this very day, tribal members
are not elected to Parliament on

an individual basis, but on 'Taz-

kiah", a form of pre-election

mutual agreement reached by
elders and sheikhs without con-

sultation with the voters.

By the time of the Second

Knesset election in July, 1951,

tens of thousands of Arabs in

areas which had been under

military governship had ex-

changed their military permits

for permanent civilian identity

cards. The "Little Triangle",

which consists of some thirty

Arab villages near Natanya

bordering on the Hashemite

Kingdom of Jordan, had become

Israel territory, and the military

regime in Acre and western

Galilee villages had been abo-

lished. The non-Jewish popula-

tion had increased to 170,000

Abraham Satovsky of Shaarey Zedek
Congregation in Detroit was elected
president of the National Federation
of Men's Clubs affiliated with Con-

United States and Canada.

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and qualified Arab votes reach-

ed the figure of 68,914. At the

general elections in 1955 for the

Third Knesset, the one now in

session, 77,171 Arabs out of an

Arab population of 190,000 reg-

istered for voting.

The percentage of eligible

Arba voters in Israel who ex-

ercised the franchise is greater

than the percentage of those

who voted in the general popu-

lation. For example, in 1951, the

percentage of Arab voters had
increased to 85.5 percent as

against 78.5 percent of voters in

the total population of the coun-

try. Likewise, in 1955, the per-

centage of Arab voters was 91.2

percent compared to the overall

percentage of 82.8 percent.

The People's Choice

All three elections have clear-

ly shown one major trend: the

people realized that they had

been abandoned at their most
difficult hour by the tradition-

ally self-appointed feudal lords

and so-called leaders. Now they

had the opportunity to choose

their own leaders by democratic

elections. The result was ex-

tremely promising.

The lists of candidates indicat-

ed that Israel Arabs were tak-

ing advantage of the opportunity

to vote for men of their own
background. Out of the dozens

of names which have appeared

on the lists ever since elections

have taken place, the majority

of the Arab candidates, and

those who were elected, are vil-

largers, trade unionist and rep-

resentatives of workers and

farmers.

Most of the Arab votes were

east for candidates representing

the three major Arab parties

which support the government

party, Mapai. These three par-

ties, the Israel Arab Democrats,

the Progress and Work party

and the Agriculture and Devel-

opment party, have very similar

platforms. They all ask that the

government abandon military

administration
;

they ask that

the government intensify the re-

union of families scheme, where-

by close relatives living outside

of Israel may rejoin their fami-

lies in Israel
;

they urge the

Minister of the Interior to pro-

vide higher budgetary alloca-

tions for the building of better

roads, of new hospitals and

schools, and call for the general

improvement of living standards

in their communities.

The Communist party in

which Jewish and Arab candi-

dates appear together is the

only other party which through-

out the years has obtained sub-

stantial Arab votes. In addition,

were cast directly for Jewish

parties whose lists contained no

Arab candidates.

Who are the present eight

Arab members of the Knesset?

What do they represent, what

are their activities, and what is

their main policy? It is of inter-

est to note that most of them
are members of various Knesset

sub-committees. Their knowl-

edge of Hebrew is constantly im-

proving, and at present five of

them no longer need the Knes-

set interpreter.

Leader of the Druze

There is little doubt that the

most celebrated figure among
the eight M. K.'s, in view of his

past record, is the President of

the Progress and Work party,

44-year-old Druze Sheikh Saleh

Khneifs, father of four children,

from the Shfar'am township in

the Haifa Bay area and member
of the Knesset House Commit-
tee.

As early as 1936, Sheikh Saleh

cast his lot with that of the

Yishuv, when together with oth-

er Druze leaders, he became the

founder of the secret Druze-

Jewish movement of friendship

which throughout the years has

rendered great service to both

communities. In the eighteen

Druze villages in Israel, with

their 17,000 inhabitants the idea

of a Jewish-Druze alliance

against the Mufti, each group

supplying the other with infor-

mation and arms, spread quick-

ly. In this movement Sheikh

Saleh played an almost legend-

ary role.

The Mufti clique at the time

was of course quick to retaliate,

and more than forty of Sheikh

Saleh's men, including his fath-

er, were assassinated by Arab
extremists. Again, in 1948, it

was Sheikh Saleh, who with oth-

er Druze chieftains, suggested

the formation of a special Druze

force. Shortly afterwards, hun-

dreds of young Druze joined the

Special Druze Brigade, and,

wearing their traditional birds-

head - hilted daggers, helped

spearhead the Jewish Army's
onslaught against Menara and

other Galilee outposts, distin-

guishing themselves by out-

standing bravery.

No less interesting is the sec-

ond M. K. on this Arab list, a

66-year-old father of seven chil-

dren, and member of the Knes-

set's Interior Committee, Sheikh

Saleh Selim. Born in Saffuriah,

a large village near Nazareth,

the Sheikh has been a noted

Arab mediator for forty-five

years, and is known as the "King

of Peacemakers." He entered the

Knesset last year as the first

representatives of the thousands

as national chairman of the religious-

of displaced Arabs in Israel who
have been forced by war, the

armistice lines, defense and se-

curity zones, to abondon their

native villages in other parts of

the country, and find shelter in

nearby Arab villages in Galilee.

For over a quarter of a cen-

tury, Sheikh Saleh was chair-

man of his village council; dur-

ing the critical period of the war
he maintained excellent relations

with the nearby Jewish settle-

ments. He and fifteen hundred
of his fellow villagers remained
behind when the Israel forces in

1949 advanced towards SaffUr-

iah, while the rest fled across

the border.

Another personality in his

own right is Faris Hamdan, 10

years old. the representative of

the Agriculture and Develop-

ment party coming from Baqa
el Gharbiah in the "Little Tri-

angle". In the Knesset he is a

member of the Education Com-
mittee. He was the son of a na-

tionalist Arab, a member of the

Palestine Arab (Mufti) Party
who never sold an inch of land

to Jews. In 1949, the 32,000 in-

habitants of this fertile area

were given the alternative of

staying in the Jewish State or

receiving compensation for their

lands and leaving for Jordan.

That 90 percent decided to stay

was to an overwhelming extent

due to the advice of Faris Ham-
dan, the respected farmer.

During the four years of the

Second Knesset as a member of

the Labor Committee he played

a large part in the efforts to im-

prove the condition of the Tri-

angle villagers, through the in-

troduction of public services,

self-elected local councils, irriga-

tion projects and communal rur-

al health centers.

The fifth Arab member of the

Knesset is the President of the
Israel-Arab Democratic party,

Seif-El Din Zu'bi, 43-year-old

member of the House Commit-
tee, who comes from one of the

leading Moslem families in Naz-
areth. He has been a member of

all three successive Knessets,

and rarely misses an opportunity

in foreign policy debates to

stand up and speak of the con-

siderable advance made by Is-

rael Arabs, their loyalty to the

State, the liberal laws of Israel,

and the need for the neighbor-

ing Arabs to realize that their

governments' policies of enmity
to Israel harms them more than
Israel, and hence pointing out to

them the importance of work-
ing for peace between Israel and
its neighbors.

Mas'ad Kassis, the 38-year-

old Catholic villager from Meil-

iah in Western Galilee, also a

member of the Israel-Arab

Democratic party, was born and
raised on a farm, and is a gradu-

ate of the Kadoorie Agricultural

School in Israel. Kassis has been

active in the setting up of Arab
cooperatives for the marketing

of tobacco grown in Galilee. He
is a member of the Economic
and Judicial Committee of the

Knesset to which his main con-

tributions have been his advo-

cacy of an amendment to the

1955 Land Acquisition Law, as

well as his deep interest in Arab
villagers in general, and Galilee

farmers in particular.

Communists Are Critical

The two Ai'ab communist M.
K.'s are Tewfik Toubi and Emile

Habibi, both Christians from
Haifa. Toubi, 34 years old, fa-

ther of two children came to the

Communist party from the

ranks of the Mandatorv Govern-

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meat's Arab officials of the La-

bor Department, through which

he first became acquainted with

the leftist "Palestine Arab
Workers Society". He is now edi-

tor of "All Itihad", the commun-
ist Arabic weekly. His contribu-

tions to the House Debates, in

common with Habibi, take the

form of violent criticism against

the existing government in par-

ticular, and against any form of

"democratic" government in

general, often spiced with per-

sonal attacks against Prime

Minister Ben Gurion. The latter

once described him as a "colla-

borator of the ex-Mufti", and an

"anti-Zionist, sitting in the

Knesset thanks to the Israel

Army only."

The second communist M. K.,

Emile Habibi, also 34 years old,

has a reputation as a good ora-

tor and a writer who wields an

extremely sharp pen. During the

Mandate, as early as 1943, he

was Secretary of the Arab
Workers Society in Haifa, chief

henchman of "Mussa", the for-

mer Secretary-General of that

group, during whose incumben-

cy a close alliance with the no-

torious Mufti was established.

Habibi, now a member of the

Knesset Interior Committee,

once defined the Israel Commun-
ist party as "an Arab nation-

alist organization with Jewish

followers who accepted its Arab
national program."

Little is known of the latest

Arab newcomer to the Knesset

—the 35-vear-old Yousef Kha-

mis, father of four children,

from Renah village, Galilee, and

member of the Public Services

and Judicial Committees of the

Parliament. Khamis is the tenth

Mapam M. K. He succeeded in

making himself unpopular by

his maiden speech in which he

made allegations of tyranny

against the Arabs by members
of the Galilee Military Govern-

or's office, failing, however, to

point out the fact that the al-

leged incidents had taken place

six years ago.

Support Government

To sum up the position of the

Arab members of the Knesset

and the attitude of the Arab
voters in Israel: It is obvious

that the Arab worker in Israel

today does not necessarily iden-

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Well, he had lost the argu-

ment. The vote in the kibbutz

had been overwhelming for

Tamar to accept the mission.

That was nearly two months
ago.

And now he had Tamar's last

letter, summing up her feelings

about her trip as she prepared

to return home.

You were partly right, Ta-

mar's letter assured Ranaan.

I found out that the Jews of

America don't have to be cajoled

or exhorted into supporting the

struggling people of Israel. They
love and cherish the ideal of

Israel. But (of course, thought
Ranaan, after that mollifying in-

troduction there would have to

be a big BUT that would put

him in his place,) but you were
completely wrong about the pur-

pose and value of my tour.

First of all, you were dead
wrong about your outlook on

help from the Jews of America.
It is not asked as "charity" and
it is not given in that spirit.

Raising funds is just one more

means ' of their participation

with us in building Israel. And
you certainly don't have to be

told how important the financial

phase is today. But their deeper

participation in all of our prob-

lems is just as important to

them — and to us. If you don't

recognize this fact, the Arab
rulers certainly do. For they

have unleashed an intense propa-

ganda attack upon the Jews in

America.

And then there is another

thing, Tamar went on. You for-

get the human equation in-

volved. (Well, I've certainly dis-

covered the missing factor in

my personal equation since Ta-

mar left, Ranaan thought rue-

fully).

Her tour, Tamar explained,

had proven to be highly success-

ful from that standpoint. Not
because of her brilliant oratory.

But because she helped provide

Jews in America with a direct

flesh-and-blood contact with the

new generation in Israel — espe-

cially with the young men and

^ wish a // ^^^^*«BL
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women who were standing firm

on the "frontline" border settle-

ments. An American Jew in Cali-

fornia, for example, 8,000 miles

away from the Gaza Strip, gets

a new inspiration and a greater

feeling of participation when he

hears at first hand what life is

like in Israel today and how his

efforts are so closely related to

the building of freedom in Israel.

Equally important, Tamar
continued, was the opposite side

of the picture. I, too, got a great

lift from meeting the Jews in

so many American towns and

cities. This is something I can

bring home. The wonderful real-

ization that we are not alone,

that we are not just a hand-

ful of Jews in Israel standing

by ourselves against a sea of

enemies. I'll never again feel so

lonely when I stand my watch

on the tower in the days to

come, Tamar said. I've learned

that millions of Jews abroad

will be standing with me.

Don't you see, Tamar admon-
ished, how the Jews throughout

the free world are sharing in

our work? Without the help of

the Galuth, the present Yishuv

could not have come into being.

The very watchtower on their

own kibbutz was a joint creation

of the two elements of the Jew-

ish people. Thus, her mission to

The American Jewish commun-
ity was just as purposeful as her

former direct sharing of watch-

tower duty. She was strengthen-

ing the bond between the dis-

persed and the ingathered.

All right, thought Ranaan
with a grin. You're correct. I

agree with everything you say,

100 percent. Especially since

you're coming home!
His eyes followed the sweep

of white from the searchlight.

As the beam carried past the

eastern boundary of the kibbutz

land, Ranaan's gaze was pulled

back into the darkness there.

Something was changed. There

seemed to be a tinge of red

at the far end of the field. He
stared intently into the darkness

which returned as the beam
traveled ahead.

One thing sure. Come what

may, the people of our kibbutz

will continue to build a better

life, all the people of Israel will

continue to stride forward. And
Tamar is right. Millions of Jews

in the Galuth will stand guard

with us.

Perhaps the watchtowers

have stood long enough. Just as

the Bible speaks of beating our

swords into plowshares, perhaps

the determination and stead-

fastness of all Jewry will bring

about the transformation of the

watchtowers in Israel. The tow-

ers standing on our soil will take

root and metamorphose into liv-

ing trees, sheltering a peaceful

land.

Now the dawn was advancing

rapidly. The amorphous dark-

ness was dispelled. The search-

light's beam seemed to grow

pale as the sun began to light

up the whole land.

Ranaan started the climb

down from the tower.

What a Rosh Hashanah ser-

mon I've preached, he thought

with patronizing amusement.

Yet he had the feeling that Ta-

mar, 6000 miles away, had

whispered Amen.

We called him Fetter ever

He was especially attached to

Sammy, the youngest of the

brood. "Sammy," he would say,

"eat your oatmeal. If you want
to be a Haluz, you've got to be

strong. Yes, Sammy, you got to

be strong. A Haluz has to dig

ditches. If you want to dig

ditches, you've got to be strong."

He would pause a moment and

turning to Sammy, ask, "Do
you want to dig ditches, and be

a Haluz?"

"Yes," Sammy would say.

"All right, then," Fetter would

say, "eat your oatmeal and I'll

let you."

I don't know of anyone who
was less businesslike, but he al-

ways talked in terms of big

business deals. Much of this talk

was couched in terms of moral
exordium, urging us children to

think in big terms. "Never own
just one ship," he would say.

"It's better to have a chain of

ships going to all the great ports

of the world." He would point

out the advantage in economy
of overhead and so on.

Another business which he
urged us to seriously consider

was banking. He was very much
in favor of the banking busi-

ness. If you are a banker, he
would say, you don't have to

have money. Other people bring

it to you and you lend it back to

them, charging them for it.

What can be simpler, he would
ask, adding that it was sim-

plicity which we should look for

in everything. Take a man, he

would say, who is a storekeeper.

He has to think of a thousand

different items. But let us say,

a man sets out to be a king of

frankfurters. All he's got to

think about is frankfurters. It's

much easier.

In the course of the year 5716
Malben, the Joint Distribution

Committee welfare program on
behalf of the aged, ill and handi-
capped newcomers to Israel, add-
ed to its family of 16 old-age
homes the new 235-Bed Home in

Rishon LeZion and the renovat-
ed 160-bed Home for aged Jews
from Oriental countries in Neve
Haim. In so doing, it reduced the
2,000 aged waiting to get in and
added to the almost 6,000 aged
and ill in all Malben's institu-
tions who are "home," contented
and happy, no longer mere num-
bers in the sea of humanity, but
now human beings with dignity
and a place in the sun.

Each year of his life at Rosh
Hashonah the Jew the world
over prays to be granted the
strength to become himself and
assume his destiny. We at Mal-
ben approach the year 5717 with
fervent prayer that our task of
easing the burden of the State
of Israel and caring for the
aged, the infirm, the sick and
handicapped immigrant will

again be one of satisfaction to

us and happiness to those we
serve and help. It is our great

prayer too that we will continue

to receive the support of Ameri-
can Jewry through the United
Jewish Appeal. For, as we meas-
ure the past year's achieve-

ments in all branches of Mal-

ben's activities and while we are

cognizant of the infinite prob-

lems yet to be solved, we are

confident that it has been a

good year, a prideful one, wor-

thy of the support of world

Jewry.

The monumental task (still

under way) in the old-age pro-

gram of Malben was the taking

over from the Jewish Agency of

the camp of 1,450 old men and
women at Pardess Hanna, where

for eight years they milled

about, listless, unoccupied, sull-

en and submissive to the miser-

able conditions under which

they were living. As the year

closes, the camp, now under

Malben's auspices, known as

"Neve Avot" (Parents' Home),
"Village of the Aged," has a new
face. Canvas huts have been re-

placed by simple, pleasant build-

ings, workshops buzz with activ-

ity — sewing, knitting, carpen-
try, cobblery, ceramics, etc. ; and
the cultural life in many in-

stances is combined with that of
the aged citizens of the nearby
village of Pardess Hanna. The
Village, which will eventually be
reduced to 1,100 residents, the
remainder being dispersed in

various institutions of Malben
throughout the country, thrives
in normal, wholesome activity

and the year closes on a high
note of increasing happiness for
the aged in Neve Avot.

"A little help goes a long
way" can easily be the slogan of

the past year's activities in Mal-
ben's constructive loan depart-

ment, which reached the one

million pound mark (spent in

the six years' time) in its expen-

ditures of helping (over the six-

year period) 5,000 handicapped

immigrants, heads of families,

to establish themselves in small

enterprises in every corner of

Israel. A kiosk here, a grocery

store there, a meat market, tai-

lor shop, vegetable store, lunch-

eonette, shoemaker, tinsmith

—

these and many other categories

spell independence and self-re-

spect to the handicapped immi-

grant when with the help of a

small loan from Malben and ad-

vice from Malben, he strives to

maintain himself and his family.

The family of Malben institu-

tions in Israel numbers 52, and

among those is the new hosptial

in Nahariya for the chronically

ill, one of the four Malben hos-

pitals with a total bed capacity

of 700, which was opened in the

past year with 180 beds, modern

up-to-date equipment and a well-

trained staff. There is hope that

the chronically ill, who hereto-

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fore had been bedridden and left

to die would, through the efforts

•of Malben's team of doctors,

nurses, social workers, physio-

therapists and occupational

therapists, be granted some
small share of recovery that

they might yet taste the sweet-

ness of the good life.

Due to the coordinated efforts

in the quick handling of TB pa-

tients in Israel by Malben, the

Israel Government and Hadas-
sah specialists and staff, TB in-

cidence has continued to decline

to the extent that Malben has

•closed one of its TB institutions

and consolidated its entire TB
program in its Be'er Yaacov
Hospital,, the largest TB hospit-

al in the Middle East. Brought
into the compound of Be'er Yaa-
cov is the former Malben TB Re-

habilitation Center of Neve
Haim, where emphasis is being

put on the rehabilitation of the

patient from the moment he en-

ters the hospital until the day
when he leaves completely

cured, a skill in hand and better

than average possibility of re-

turning to the normal social and

economic life of his community.

The year 5716 marked a new
departure in Malben's program.

The Youth Rehabilitation Cen-
ter in Jerusalem for the men-
tally-retarded immigrant child

is a small but important institu-

tion, which was undertaken in

the past year. Here the mentally

sub-normal child of 12-14 years
of age, who cannot attend a nor-

mal school, who is a problem to

his immigrant parents and finds

no companionship in the com-
munity, is given a chance to

learn the three R's and a trade

under the specialized educators

and social worker engaged for

that purpose.

How any New Years Are There!
By DR. SIMON GREENBERG

Vice-Chancellor, Jewish Theological Seminary

There is a widespread but
wrong impression that there is

only one New Year's Day. In
reality, there are many New
Year's days in the life of every
people. July 4th is New Year's
day for American independence
and every official act of the gov-
ernment is dated accordingly.

July 1st is the beginning of our
fiscal year. January 20th is the
New Year for the President's

term of office, and so on.

The Tractate in the Talmud
dealing with the laws of Rosh
Hashonah opens with the follow-

ing statement: "There are four
New Year's days. 1. The first

day of Nisan was the beginning
of the New Year for Kings in Is-

rael, regardless of what day of

the year they had ascended the
the throne. 2. The first day of

Elul was the New Year for the

cattle tithe. 3. The first day of

Tishre was the New Year for

the reckoning of the years of

foreign kings and for the Sab-
batical and Jubilee years. 4. The
fifteenth day of Shevat was the

New Year for the trees."

Nisan vs. Tishre

The two dates that competed
for first place in the affection of

the people were the first day of

Nisan and the first day of

Tishre. Nisan was favored by
many because in the month of

Nisan our forefathers were
emancipated from their slavery

in Egypt, and Israel started on

its career as a people. Hence
one school of thought was in-

clined to associate all other signi-

ficant events in history with
that month. Thus Rabbi Joshua
(who lived in Palestine some-
time between the years 40 and
125 A. C. E.) maintained that

since Israel was the people

through whom Torah was re-

vealed to man, "The world was
created in Nisan, Isaac having

been born on Passover. Though
our forefathers ceased their

labor on the first day of Tishre

their actual redemption from

Egypt took place in Nisan. More-
over, our future redemption
from exile will also take place in

Nisan."

His contemporary, Rabbi El-

eazar, however, maintained that

"The world was created in the
month of Tishre, that Abraham
and Jacob were born and died in

Tishre, but that Isaac was born
on Passover. Though our fore-

fathers were redeemed from
Egypt in Nisan, our future re-

demption will take place in

Tishre."

Each opinion is supported by
numerous Biblical quotations

which are far too complicated

for adequate English translation

within the space limitation of

these brief paragraphs. Like so

many other discussions recorded

in the Talmud, much more is in-

volved than appears on the sur-

face. The rabbis were interest-

ed in establishing historic facts.

But all their thinking was domi-

nated by concern with moral and

ethical principles. The Bible

verses each rabbi quotes in sup-

Justice and Mercy

The great European Talmudic

authority, Rabbi Samuel Eliezer

Edels, known as the Maharsha,

who died in 1631, finds the key

to their differences in the very

point in which they both agree,

namely, that Isaac was born on

Passover, and that Isaac repre-

sents among the Patriarchs the

quality of justice.

Both schools of thought also

agree that the redemption of our

forefathers from Egypt was
achieved through the exercise

of God's justice in punishing the

Egyptians. The month of Nisan

with its festival of Passover,

therefore, speaks to us of God as

the God of Justice who punishes

the wicked. But the creation of

the world speaks to us primarily

of God's love and mercy. Our
daily morning services remind

us that "in mercy God gives

light to the earth and to those

who dwell upon it," and "in His

goodness He renews the work of

creation constantly every day."

Hence, the creation of the world

could not have taken place in the

month in which God's justice

rather than His mercy, was su-

preme.

Rabbi Joshua in giving prim-

acy to the month of Nisan is

thus maintaining that the qual-

ity of justice is supreme in the

world. Just as Israel was re-

deemed in the past through the

justice which punished the

wicked, thus Israel's and man-

kind's future redemption depend

primarily upon the destruction

of evil.

Rabbi Eliezer, however, main-

tains the supremacy of the qual-

ity of mercy. It is true, he says,

that in the past Israel's redemp-
tion was achieved through jus-

tice. Therefore, that redemption

was only temporory. But when
God created the world, he called

upon His mercy rather than up-

on His justice to bring the

world into beino-. Hence Is-

rael's future redemption, and
the redemption of all mankind
will come about through mercy
and loving kindness in the

month of Tishre as it is written

in the book of the prophet Isaiah

(Chapter 54; verse 7) "With
great compassion will I gather

thee . . . with everlasting kind-

ness will I have compassion on

thee saith the Lord thy redeem-

er." Thus the future redemption

will not again be followed by

exile.

Note that neither school of

thought maintains that God is

only just, or only merciful. Juda-

ism teaches that the Lord is

both merciful and just. The Mi-

drash teaches that all important

basic Jewish doctrine in a typi-

cally simple Rabbinic parable

"In the day that the Lord God

made earth and heaven (Genesis

Chapter 2, verse 4) He was like

a king who had very delicate

glassware. The king said to him-

self, "How shall I treat this

glassware? If I put very hot

water in it, it will expand and

burst. If I put very cold water

into it, it will contract and

burst ! He finally decided to mix

cold and hot water for his glass-

Chicken Sala.1 Supreme

Combine 2 cups of chicken cut

into small pieces, 2 cups of

coarsely chopped pecans, 1 cup of

finely chopped celery, 1 cup of

diced pineapple, 2 finely chopped

green peppers, 1 finely chopped

stuffed olive, and 1 teaspoon

of salt dissolved in 6 tablespoons

of lemon juice. Chill in the re-

frigerator for 1 hour. Add 1 pint

or 2 cups of mayonnaise and stir

together lightly. Arrange in a

salad bowl lined with lettuce

leaves, and garnish with whole

stuffed olives and pimento

strips. This makes 15 portions.

Sweetbread or Brain Saiad

Wash a pair of sweetbreads or

calf's brains, boil 15 minutes in

water to which 1 teaspoon of

lemon juice has been added.

Drain, place immediately in cold

water, and skim. Chop fine, add
' •> cup of cooked or canned peas.

Slice 3 cucumbers lengthwise

and scoop out the insides, leav-

ing a shell i/j, inch thick. Chop
the scooped out portion, drain,

and add to the sweetbreads. Add
enough mayonnaise to moisten,

and refill the cucumber shells.

Serve on a lettuce leaf.

Veal Salad

Combine 2 cups of diced,

cooked veal, 1 cup of diced cel-

ery, 14 cup of minced green pep-

per and 1/4 cup of French Dress-

ing. Chill 30 minutes. Add 1

cup of either Russian Dressing,

Chive Mayonnaise or Horserad-

ish Mayonnaise. Serve on esca-

role, and garnish with tomato

wedges and \-> cup of the dress-

ing that was used in the salad.

To make Chive Mayonnaise add

2 tablespoons of finely cut

chives to 1 cup of mayonnaise.

Horseradish Mayonnaise is made
by adding 2 tablespoons of pre-

pared horseradish to 1 cup of

mayonnaise.

Hungarian Fish Salad

Marinate separately 3/4 cup

each of cold, cooked peas, string

beans, diced carrots, and diced

potatoes. Drain well, place in a

bowl, and add 1 cup of smoked
salmon or haddock cut in small

pieces, the chopped whites of 3

hard-cooked eggs, and 2 stalks

of diced celery. Mix thoroughly,

and garnish the top with the

yolks of the eggs pressed

through a sieve, and with cu-

cumbers and cooked beets cut in-

to fancy shapes.

Monterey Salad

Wipe 5 lemons carefully, cut

off the tops and scoop out the

pulp. Remove the tough inner

skin and seeds. To the pulp add

1 tin of boneless sardines, finely

mashed, 1 teaspoon of prepared

mustard, 2 chopped, hard-cook-

ed eggs, a dash of tabasco, and

enough mayonnaise to moisten.

Cut a small slice from the bot-

tom of the lemon, so it will stand

firmly. Fill the mixture, place

on lettuce leaves and garnish

with chopped egg and parsley.

Chilled Fruit Salad

Peel 1 grapefruit and 2 or-

anges (seedless), and separate

into sections. Remove all mem-
branes. Drain 3 slices of canned

pineapple and cut each slice into

6 pieces. Slice 1 banana and

break 1/2 CUP of walnut meats

into fairly large pieces. Add '/o

cup of seedless grapes, and mix

with just enough Fruit Juice

Dressing to moisten. Place in the

refrigerator until chilled. Drain

off any excels dressing, and

place the fruit in a bowl lined

with lettuce leaves. Garnish with

maraschino cherries, and pass

whipped cream. This makes 8

portions.

Banana Dainty

Allow 1 banana for each por-

tion. Cut the bananas in half

crosswise, and then cut each

piece in half lengthwise. Cover

a round plate with lettuce leaves

and arrange the banana sections

on it like the spokes of a wheel.

Place maraschino cherries be-

tween the sections and sprinkle

with finely chopped nuts. Heap

white mayonnaise in the center

and serve at once.

These are typical news items

which might be found in every

special form of journalism — the

congregation bulletin. But, these

are very special kinds of bulle-

tins. They report the doings of

Jewish GIs in khaki (and Navy
blue) congregations across the

world, they tell about special

recreation and cultural activities

for men—and women—far from

home, they give schedules of

Jewish services for the Sabbath

and holidays held on the very

borders of the free world.

Some of the titles of these GI

synagogue bulletins would be

familiar in any town in the USA
— the Scroll of Ft. Carson, Colo,

tand Scrolls at Treasure Island

Naval Station and Itazuke Air

Force Base, Japan, as well)
;

The Megillah. which unrolls at

Ft. Hood, Tex.; the Tablets of

Jewish Marines stationed at

Camp Lejeune, N. C. ; the Chapel

Bulletins of Commz, Paris, and

Clark Field, Manila. There is any
number of Eternal Lights.

The High Holy Days are mark-

ed with appropriate solemnity

wherever Jews are on duty with

the U. S. Armed Forces, and

chapel newspapers reflect the

prayerful spirit of the New Year

season. Special editions, often

with special soldier-drawn art

work, inspirational articles and

messages are common, and a

feature is often the lists of local

civilians who wish to extend

home hospitality to GIs during

the holiday. Week by week, the

bulletins reflect a whole range

of free-time religious, cultural,

recreational and social activities

which would be a credit to any
civilian congregation with all the

resources available in a large

American town.

For that's what these GI
congregations are, in fact. They
are the Jewish congregations of

military installations which may
have populations comparable to

those of many a small city. To
give these congregations an as-

sist in serving their members
the National Jewish Welfare

Board (JWB), which is the gov-

ernment-authorized agency for

religious and moral services to

Jews in uniform, arranges re-

ligious observances, ships relig-

ious materials and kosher foods,

provides prayer books and in-

spirational literature. It re-

cruits, endores and serves

Jewish chaplains in all branches

of the Armed Forces and

VA hospitals. A chain of

JWB volunteer committees and

professional workers across the

country are at the side of Jew-

ish men and women from the

moment they join the service.

So, the words "National Jew-

ish Welfare Board" are very

familiar to readers of the Chapel

Chat of Bainbridge Naval Train-

ing Station, near Baltimore, and

"JWB" is often mentioned in the

Lee Shalom at Ft. Lee, Va. GIs

would not be GIs, however, if

they did not occasionally exer-

cise a bit of vivid imagination

in naming their chapel bulletins.

There is ,for example, Call 352

(obviously the Jewish chaplain's

phone number) at Ft. Chaffee,

Ark. And the lads at Munich

(Germany) Army Subarea look

forward to receiving copies of

the Munchner Maggid.

mean the same. GIs on Guam
heed the Voice of Shalom.

Perhaps, though, it is more
important to emphasize the

similarities between these news-
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papers and the weekly bulletin

that you receive from your own
synagogue. Just as your own
congregation publication is a

means of linking your mambers,
so the Central Commandment of

the Yokahama Army Detach-
ment, for example, serves to pro-

vide a tie among GIs who wor-

ship together, work together and
live together. The GI congrega-

tional bulletin, like the congre-

gation it serves, is one way of

helping men and women in our

country's uniform maintain the

same sort of religious life they

would have had at home. And
that is a primary objective of

the U. S. Military Establishment

and of the National Jewish Wel-

fare Board.

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POETRY, PHILOSOPHY AND RELIGION
By Philip Rubin

This Jewish High Holiday

season when most of us give

some thought to the subject of

religion is as good a time as any
to bring up the question of the

relation of religion to poetry and
philosophy, of the connection be-

tween them which has been

severed in modern times, and of

present-day attempts to restore

the connection. It is, of course, a

very important matter to which
even a full-length book could

hardly do justice — to say noth-

ing of a short article — and all

I shall attempt here is to set

down some ideas on the subject

that have been with me for a

long time.

I am using the word poetry

here in the broader sense of lit-

erature — including prose and

drama — and the arts, and am
not confining myself to poetry in

the narrower technical sense of

verse. I am thinking here of the

word — sometimes also called

art — which connotes all human
expression that has an emotional

appeal, though the appeal may
also be in part intellectual. I am
not using the word literature be-

cause under that word are often

included philosophical and scien-

tific works whose appeal is pure-

ly intellectual. The word art,

though it might be better em-

ployed in this connection, is often

however used to denote only the

visual arts — painting, sculpture

and architecture — to the ex-

clusion of belles-lettres and

music.

By philosophy I mean human
expression that is primarily in-

tellectual. It may also have a

poetic, an emotional, appeal, as

in the biblical Book of Kohelet,

the works of Plato or Nietzche,

but a work whose main appeal is

not to our reasoning faculty can

hardly be called philosophical.

Religion I take to be that fu-

sion of poetry and philosophy,

of the emotional and intellectual

sides of our human nature,

which lifts man — the individual

personality — out of himself,

which inspires him with faith in,

with conviction of, the existence

of some unseen, all-embracing

power or powers which control

his, man's, destiny as well as

the destiny of the universe.

That conviction may be weak

and of a passive nature, or

strong and something which is

acted out in daily life. It may be

sincere or hypocritical, but even

when hypocritical and weak the

conviction, the inspiration, can

be found in a diluted form in the

person's make-up.

The basis of religion is poetry,

emotional appeal, not the intel-

lectual appeal of philosophy. But
it is poetry surcharged with

meaning, a poetic trunk sprout-

ing forth philosophical branches

and leaves. Religion, no matter

how philosophic, must always

depend upon poetic inspiration,

if it is not to dry up and wither

away. But on the other hand it

can also become an emotional

orgy when the handle of reason

isn't there to direct and restrain

it. Only the ancient Greek and

Roman upper classes and the

three monotheistic faiths —
first Judaism, then Christianity,

later Islam — understood this

and so were able to rid them-

selves of much of the supersti-

tion to which the human race

had been chained for millenia.

Even today Hinduism is so over-

whelmed by its religious poetry

that it will not allow the slaugh-

ter of the "sacred cow" in a

country like India where mil-

lions of people are always half-

starved.

Up to modern times, the con-

nection between religion, poetry

and philosophy (which latter

included what we nowadays call

science) was so intimate that at

times one couldn't distinguish

between them, put either a re-

ligious, a philosophic or poetic

tag on some ancient or medieval

work. The biblical Book of Job is

an example of this thorough fu-

sion of poetic, philosophic and

religious elements. Even among
the ancient Greeks of the Golden

Age philosophy, poetry and re-

ligion, through not identical,

were intimately related, or at

least two of the three elements

were connected. There was the

religious - poetic - philosophical

drama, performed as a ritual

;

there were the religious - poetic

statuary and paintings ; there

was the poetic philosophy of

Plato. The one big exception was

the philosopher Aristotle, the

first pure, systematic philoso-

pher — and scientist — in his-

tory. But in the Middle Ages —

known as the Age of Synthesis

in contrast to our modern Age
of Analysis — the Christian

Scholastic philosophers took Ar-

istotle under their wing, made
his dry philosophy the intellect-

ual justification for their Christ-

ian Catholicism. Judaism went

even further in this regard —

-

that part cf the Talmud which is

legalistic, argumentative, intel-

lectual, the part that is called

Halacha, was declared more im-

portant and more sacred than

that part which is called Agada
and which consists of inspira-

tional sayings, stories and leg-

ends.

The modern age, which be-

gan in Europe with the Renais-

sance, saw a gradual separation,

and a frequent estrangement,

between religion, secular litera-

ture and philosophy. That pro-

cess of separation and estrange-

ment began when science seced-

ed from philosophy to which it

had always been attached. It was
when the scientific, that is, the

analytic spirit declared its in-

dependence of the philosophic,

that is, the synthetic spirit, that

the modern age with all its gains

and losses for the human race

began. Inductive rather than de-

ductive reasoning, based on ob-

servation and experiment rather

The Federation's major task

has been to help organize Jew-
ish Community Centers where-
ever needed. In Israel, the Cen-

ter movement has taken deep

root and now serves the unique

purpose of helping to bridge the

cultural and social gaps between
the new and old settlers. In

Western Europe, the Jewish

Community Centers founded in

recent years are among the chief

instrumentalities for furthering

the process of rebuilding Jew-
ish life after the havoc and de-

struction of the Nazi era and
World War II. Many opnortuni-

tie3 lie ahead and can be fulfilled

if the American Jewish com-
munity understands the prob-

lems and provides the modest
kind of necessary support.

With this in mind and in the

spirit of the common intei'ests,

ideals and fellowship that link

all Jews, the National Jewish
Welfare Board is beginning the

New Year 5717 by launching the

Jewish Community Center

World Fellowship.

This unique undertaking has
three major objectives: to in-

still in each member of the more
than 350 Jewish Community
Centers and YM-YWHAs in the

United States a consciousness of

his or her kinship with and re-

sponsibility to fellow-Jews in

other lands; to stimulate each

Center to an awareness of its

role in the world movement of

Jewish Community Centers; and
to develop programs aimed at

promoting understanding of Jew-
ish life and Jewish communities
in other countries of the world.

The Jewish Community Cen-

ter World Fellowship program is

an informational and educational

project which fits naturally into

the existing programs of the

Centers in the United States and

Canada. It will provide an oppor-

tunity for individuals and groups

— large and small — in the Cen-

ters to participate in a Jewish

program of worldwide scope. The
World Fellowship program will

seek to encourage Center mem-
bers to develop a wide variety

of activities that will enrich

their knowledge of Jews in other

countries and will help them de-

velop an awareness of their Jew-

ish kinship. Among the planned

activities are dramatics, arts and

crafts, hobbies, music, story tell-

ing and discussion. Arrange-
ments are being made to estab-

lish contacts with overseas Jews
through the exchange of corres-

pondence, publications, photo-

graphs, stamps and similar

means. Members of American
Centers will be encouraged to

give various forms of coopera-

tion to Centers overseas, either

through the World Federation of

YMHAs and Jewish Community
Centers or directly.

Specific suggestions for put-

ting the World Fellowship Pro-
gram into operation have al-

ready been provided to Jewish
Community Centers in this coun-

try by JWB. "A Jewish Com-
munity Center World Fellowship

Program Manual" and a compan-
ion volume called "Bound in Fel-

lowship : A Guide to Jewish Com-
munities Throughout the world"',

are now available. The Guide
provides minimum basic infor-

mation about each Jewish com-
munity abroad and gives cues

and leads for obtaining further

and more detailed information,

This latest effort on the part

of American Jewry to strengthen

the ties binding Jews in all

countries is a reaffirmation of

belief in the future of Jewry and
Judaism. That it begins on the

threshhold of the year 5717
reemphasizes the validity of the

slogan of the Jewish Community
Center World Fellowship pro-

gram — "Kol Yisrael Haverim,"

all Jews are friends.

Soviet plans for the publica-

tion in Moscow of a bi-monthly

magazine of Yiddish writing to

appear soon, and a Yiddish

newspaper to begin next year,,

were revealed here by the Yid-

dish daily Day-Morning Journal

in a dispatch from Moscow. The
newspaper reported that Yid-

dish type, heretofore reported

by Soviet officials as non-exist-

ent in the USSR, except in Biro-

bidjan, was found in the Mos-

cow printing establishment of

Izvestia, the government news-

paper. The type is believed to

have been used for the Yiddish

newspaper Einigkeit which sus-

pended publication in 1948. The
Union of Writers of the USSR
will invest some 400,000 rubles

($100,000 at the official rate of

exchange) in the magazine.

MIRACLE OF THE HILLS

At its convention in the Hills

of Jerusalem during Sukkoth
this year, the Jewish National

Fund called on the Jewish peo-

ple in Israel and the world over

to undertake a new responsibil-

ity — the Five-Year Plan. The
stress is not on "Five," which is
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just an accepted numerical divi-

sion; the stress is on "Plan,"

whose content is clear and brief

:

the conquest of the hills by

means of development and set-

tlement. There, in Nes Harim,

this call was clearly understood,

for the hills themselves spoke:

desolate and deserted, they cried

out for salvation, for release

from their fetters of barren-

ness, and those assembled there

heard this cry. But not all the

Jewish people were present.

Only a few hundred saw with

perceptive eyes and understood

with beating heart the meaning
of the conquest of the hills at

this particular time.

Let us scout Israel's borders

and you will see, feel, hear and

understand.

It is a bright morning in the

spring and we are standing on

the northern highway which

leads from the coast near Rosh
Haniqra through Upper Galilee.

Between Matzova and Hanita,

there is a lovely height stretch-

ing seven kilometers along the

Lebanon border. Its area covers

Greetings
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over ten thousand dunams, and
it is considered part of Israel,

but there are no Jews there, not
even Border Police, and the
thought steals into your heart.

"Is this really part of our coun-
try?" Further on we reach
Shomira, an immigrant settle-

ment, solitary, with few people,

a target for infiltrators and noc-

turnal ambush.
From here northwards the

security highway continues —
without security. Here and there
the road touches the very fron-

tier, and on its northern side

Lebanese citizens' reap their

crops and the standing corn is

fresh and green. On our side,

desolation reigns all around. Our
car swallows up the kilometers

on this deserted highway, an
emptiness which protects the

enemy who can cross over to

the southern side at will and
penetrate into Israel. In spite of

the sparkle of springtime in the

Galilee landscape that brings

with it the blessing of life, here

this gap of tens of kilometers,

not settled, where the sound of

our harvesters is not heard, stirs

within us a feeling of dread —
dread of what may come in

peace-time and. even more, of

what may come in time of emer-

gency. Is this range stretching

over more than 100,000 dunams
in the Galilee doomed to desola-

tion, with no likelihood of ever

being inhabited by Jews ?

This question becomes even

more urgent when we approach

Safed, the capital of Galilee.

From the top of Mt. Canaan she

appears to us wrapped in her

multicolored atmosphere. Unlike

Beersheba the capital of the

Negev, the capital of the north

has not grown, and has even

shrunk, while Israel's other

towns and villages are expand-

ing — because she is alone, cut

off from Jewish settlements,

surrounded by tens of thousands

of dunams of barren hills that

once pulsed with life.

Let us leave the Hills of Gali-

lee and pass on to eastern Jez-

reel. How beautiful are the Bei-

san and Jezreel Valleys in

spring, with the ripe crops. The
fields bloom with golden corn

and green fodder. The voices of

many people arise from the set-

tlements scattered in the plain,

wherever we look, in a spectrum
of colors and shades. We want to

feast our souls with these sights,

but we have to hurry onward
and ascend the Crilboa from the

soring of Ein-Harod. The going

is difficult, steen, rock, precipi-

tous, forbidding. Tf s°ems as

if the curse of David, "Ye moun-
tains of Gilboa, let there be no
dew. neither let there be rain

upon you", were still upon this

hillside, barren for generations.

However, when we reach the

top and look about, how differ-

ent is the view — a lovely pla-

teau, flat and green, with more
earth than rocks, whose stones

are being cleared up to the bor-

der of the country adjoining it.

There is a stretch of 50,000

dunams of land destined to serve

as a source of work and liveli-

hood for hundreds of families,

but now neglected, abandoned to

the enemy nearby, without a

barrier on our side to prevent

him from seizing the Gilboa as

a vantage point from which to

attack the two beautiful valleys

down below. Shall we allow

Dawd's curse to linger about, in

the days of the State of Israel?

Let us not tarry near the gaps

along the length of the eastern

border that cuts across the hills

of Samaria and where there is

no sign of the faithful guardian

of the border, the farmer. Or a

gap such as extends for more

than ten kilometers between

Migdal-Zedeo and Gamzu, and

almost overlooks Tel Aviv and

its suburbs on the coast. Its area

of almost 100,000 dunams is

abandoned to rocks and stones

an dinfiltrations of all kinds;

let us pass over the empty space

Negev. The area is 35 kilo-

meters long and 15 kilometers

wide. There is no highway ex-

cept for the Har-Tuv-Beit Guv-

rin road and we are toM to hur-

ry and drive past, for there

could be an enemy ambush at

the desolate heights on either

side. But we are interested in

approaching the border running

over the slopes of Hebron. Ac-

companied by police guards and

army patrols, we do the scout-

ing on foot. It seems as if we are

sailing to distant shores, empty

of people, so vast is loneliness

here, and yet Jerusalem, Israel's

Capital, is so near

!

Forlorn and forsaken like this

land are a million and a half

dunams in the hills on the bor-

der, just at the time when our

enemies have gathered to cut

slices off our territory. Can we
afford this waste? or can we

bring forth our bread from the

flint?

Yesterday the plains and val-

leys were neglected, as the hills

are today. Now we have to set-

tle the hills with as many vil-

lages as possible, for there is

our security, there is our fort-

ress. Have we not seen the great

changes in the mountain lands

wherever we have worked? Dec-

ades ago the Jewish National

Fund saw that Israel, after the

devastation of centuries, would

not be able to sustain many peo-

ple, unless it is redeemed, not

only by money but also by work,

and especially those sections in

which the onslaughts of man
and nature wrought havoc and

which suffered most from man's

Jews In Iran
By Eduardo Rabinowich

Nowhere have I understood

the Bible so well as here in Iran,

as I watch the life of these heirs

of the Persian Empire that once

ruled the world. Family life, the

inferiority of the wife in rela-

tion to her husband, the bread

which is like Matzoh. the re-

signation of the poor who do not

even desire to better their con-

ditions because they have never

known anything better . . . this

is mid-twentieth century Iran.

A middle class is now coming

into existence. In the towns

there are a few who are very

rich. For them, life is without

care. They enjoy the advantages

of an imported western civiliza-

tion. For the majority there is

only poverty; a monotonous,

joyless life of renunciation.

"Thus wills the Koran. .
."

In this atmosphere live also

the Jews, with the difference

that their conditions are even

more primitive, more miserable,

and that — to top it all — they

are considered "unclean" by

their fellow citizens.

About half of Iran's Jews re-

side in Teheran. There are 15,-

000 in Shiraz and 6,000 in Ispa-

han. The rest are scattered in

smaller villages and towns.

In some districts Jews are

compelled to go without even

the simplest hygienic provisions

because Moslems consider water

which has been touched by "in-

fidels" to be unclean. Jewish

houses must never overshadow

those of the Moslems and are us-

ually built low to the ground,

which results in bad ventilation,

lack of light and excessive humi-

dity. Such housing conditions

breed disease among the often

half-starved children.

Manual work is unpopular

with Jews. Their ineptitude in

this field is proverbial. When an
Iranian speaks of a badly ex-

ecuted job he says "kar kali-

mieh", a Jewish piece of work.

The main occupation of the Jews
is petty trade, peddling, etc.,

with which they can hardly

maintain their numerous fami-

lies.

It is true that the people in

this part of the world are ex-

tremely unassuming. 1 have

spoken with Jews whose main
food consists of bread and rai-

sins with tea. Nevertheless, the

poorest of the poor in the Mellah

(the Iranian ghetto) would

sooner search for days for a few
coins in order to buy something

to peddle than conceive of earn-

ing something with the toil of

one's hands.

In this atmosphere ORT had

to fight a hard battle against ig-

norance. A great deal of simple

education was necessary in or-

der to bring the people closer to

the idea that one need not be

ashamed of a trade or skill in-

volving manual work. The par-

ents have had to be taught the

value of vocational training for

their children.

In the ORT schools of Tehe-

ran, Ispahan and Chiraz, Jewish

children receive not only voca-

tional training but also a general

education. The hot meal in the

ORT canteen is frequently the

only square meal they get dur-

ing the day. If they were clean,

unpatched clothing they received

that, too, from the school.

For those young people who
graduated from the ORT schools

in recent years, the problem of

finding employment was acute.

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On the one hand, labor, even la-

bor qualified by trained skills,

is badly underpaid in Iran and

the conditions of work are far

from tempting-. On the other

hand, the legend of "kar kali-

mieh" does not favor employ-

ment of Jewish mechanics and

craftsmen.

With employment opportuni-

ties in exciting enterprises

larg'ely shut to young Jews,

ORT had to go beyond this to

set up Jewish workshops. Dur-

ing their last year at school,

students learned by manufactur-

ing the machines and tools they

would require to set up shops of

their own. Groups of graduates

were organized into producers'

cooperatives and loaned the

means for a start.

These cooperative workshops
— there are now some 25 —
helped provide a happy solution

to the employment problem.

Aside from material and moral

advantages which these work-

shops offer their partners, they

have created a nucleus of in-

dependent Jewish producers in

Iran. By this example, Iranian

Jews are coming to see that with

good work it is possible to earn

good wages.

Poetry, Philosophy
and Religion
(Concluded from Page 81)

than on pure logic, meant taking

a thing to pieces rather than

trying to see it whole. Synthetic

philosophy itself became, as in

Bacon, Descartes, Spinoza, in-

fluenced by the spirit of science,

the spirit of analysis.

But the separating spirit of

analysis is hostile to the spirit

of poetry and religion which

seeks wholeness, which attempts

to be all-embracing. So it was
natural that the closer philoso-

phy moved toward science, its

own child that had been running

away from it, the further it mov-

ed away from poetry and relig-

ion. In the end we got a philoso-

phy like the Instrumentalism of

John Dewey — science-oriented,

dry, un-poetic and un-religious,

if not anti-religious.

GUIDES FOR TEEN AGERS
Planning Careers and Military Service

An eighteen-year old boy who
thought that college for him was
outside the realm of possibility

will have a chance at four years

of higher education, thanks to a

unique project called OPERA-
TION VOGMA.

Alan Goodman — that's not

his real name — owes his good

fortune in part to VOGMA, a

vocational guidance and military

advisement pilot study conduct-

ed in San Diego under the aus-

pices of the National Jewish

Welfare Board (JWB). One of a

group of high school seniors who
were the subject of the experi-

mental program held in the 11th

Naval District, Alan had long

ago decided that college was not

for him. He looked forward to

enlistment on graduation. His

mother was the sole support of

a large family and Alan knew his

college prospects were bleak.

The counsel given him by the

psychologist in OPERATION
VOGMA had changed the career

vista for Alan. He applied for

the scholarship and won a four-

year $600 annual State of Cali-

fornia scholarship. He plans to

join a Reserve Officers Training

Corps unit on campus.

Bewildered by worries about

jobs and military service and

eager to learn how best to relate

the two. young people every-

where are asking: "What voca-

tion shall I train for?" "Shall I

go to college or go to work'.'"

"Shall I start college now and

continue until called up?" "Shall

1 enlist now and get it over

with?" "Shall I take a job until

called up?"

As the authorized agency for

serving Jewish military person-

nel, JWB has been increasingly

concerned with pre-induction

orientation, which has now been

taken up in a number of com-

munities. Basic in all of them is

the idea that the defense and

preparedness of the nation are

of vital concern to us all.

When the San Diego JWB
Armed Services Committee got

set to launch OPERATION VO-
GMA for a small group of pro-

spective high school graduates,

it turned to the local Jewish

Community Center and the Las-

ker Lodge of B'nai B'rith, which

sponsors an AZA youth group,

for prospects for its project. The
committee's hope was to help

the prospective graduate and his

parents — as a family unit —
to a decision concerning a voca-

tion, and to help him decide on
the type of enlistment that

squared with his aptitudes as

shown in the vocational guidance
tests. In concert with a small

committee from B'nai B'rith the
JWB unit set up the blue print.

This meant hiring a clinical

psychologist trained in guidance
who would select testing mater-
ials and interpret the findings.

A fee of $13.00 per candidate for

test was set. Military orienta-

tion in the project was to be the
chore of Abraham Friedman,
JWB Armed Services area work-
er in San Diego, and organizer of

the VOGMA OPERATION. In

two preliminary meetings at-

tended by the family units who
came in i-esponse to a letter from
the committee, Mr. Friedman
told of JWB's responsibility for

youth in the Armed Forces. He
told the eager group:

"We shall try to relate the vo-

cational findings to the particu-

lar personnel needs of the Arm-
ed Forces, so that each of you
may advance your career while

carrying out your military ob-

ligation." In his part of the pre-

sentation, Dr. Daniel Harris, the

psychologist, explained that

"Through certain testing me-
thods we are prepared to use,

each of you can know more about

yourself, your strengths and
weaknesses, which things you
might do best, and a little more
about yourself as a personality."

Orientation was followed by
the testing session at a later

date. Administered by a specia-

list in vocational guidance test-

ing, the tests included the Dif-

ferential Aptitude Tests (DAT)

;

a group Rorshach, and the Cor-

nell Personality Index. The JWB

area staffer assisted with ad-

ministration and scoring and as

each file was completed it was

dispatched to the psychologist.

And then came the counselling

session — when each boy really

saw himself as the testing mirr-

or pictured him. Informality

marked the small group sessions.

Picture a homey scene — five

chairs in a circle set up for the

family unit and the VOGMA
team. Dr. Harris reviewed the

boys grades, his achievement

record in school, his DAT scores

and the feasibility of his ex-

pressed vocational aspiration.

Like a judge he then render-

ed the verdict in the form of

suggestions as to further educa-

tional and vocational plans based

on all materials available and

discussion with parents. Then
Mr. Friedman stepped in.

He gave an outline of the mili-

tary obligations of each boy. He
suggested possible choices that

would best suit each. Where a

college education was planned

by the family, he generally re-

commended ROTC on campus or

the Marine Platoon Leaders

Class. He then distributed litera-

ture on the various branches of

the service.

What had OPERATION VO-
GMA accomplished ? By correlat-

ing the voational guidance find-

ings with information about the

military, VOGMA has helped the

family unit to plan for some

years ahead. It offered one ave-

nue of light in the field beset

with so much darkness and un

certainty. And it has opened up

possibilities for orientations else-

where — which might take a

wide variety of forms. One ex-

pert in the field has summed up

the case for orientation thus:

"Our manpower resources are

more precious than ever before.

Abilities, interests, health and

personality of each boy . . . must
be efficiently utilized. Our global

success may depend to a large

extent on the margin of individ-

ual efficiency which adequate

programs of guidance can bring

about."

"Hell-Raising" Becomes Help Raising

The youngster in the leather

jacket was obviously the leader

"Now I want you guys to cover

every house on this block," he

told the little knot of teen-agers

on the corner, "Ring every door-

bell, like we planned it. Make a

special note if no one's home —
those are the places we want to

give special attention to. Now
make it fast."

As the boys fanned out down
the street, the policeman on the

beat took off his hat and wiped a

perspiring head which had very

little hair. Those kids from the

Center — out raising money
again in this heat, he thought.

Beats all how they'll spend a

day off from school. Now in

my day . . .

In many a community across

the United States, youngsters

are raising money for local Jew-
ish welfare funds, Jewish Com-
munity Center building cam-
paigns, Community Chests and
other civic projects. This is one

way in which youthful energy is

channeled into useful outlets, in

which the teen-age generation is

learning to assume its respon-

sibilities as citizens of the com-
munity. It is one facet of the

many programs through which

Jewish Community Centers, af-

filiated with and served by the

National Jewish Welfare Board

(JWB) are meeting the needs of

young people.

Unfortunately, much of the

attention which teen-agers are

getting these days is in the

shape of bold headlines, TV
roundtables, articles by psychia-

trists and sociological reports

on "what's wrong with our

youth." In the face of the well-

advertised "hell raising" which

a small proportion of youngsters

commit, there is little emphasis

on the "help raising" which is

becoming a standard activity

across the country.

In at least one Jewish Com-
munity Center — in Miami, Flor-

ida — teen-age groups are striv-

ing to win an award which is

regularly given for community
service . . . any kind of commun-
ity service. In Stamford, Conn,

members of the Center-sponsor-

ed Jewish Youth Council put in

more than 12 boy-and-girl hours

each to help get the newly form-

ed United Fund rolling. The
typing, addressing, folding and
mailing services which they per-

formed were duplicated in count-

less communities around • the

country where campaigns got

underway.

Youngsters put their seeming-
ly endless energy behind such

projects as Center membership
campaigns, "clean-up" drives

and community studies, in which
they perform much vital leg

work. They find all sorts of use-

ful tasks in the Center, jobs

which give them a good insight

into how the Jewish community
is organized and operates.

Apart from direct service, the

young people find many inter-

esting and useful projects. The
teen-agers at the St. Louis YM-
YWHA are hosts annually to an
interfaith brotherhood confer-

ence under the sponsorship of

the National Conference of

Christians and Jews. Initiated

some nine years ago, this pro-

gram now attracts some 1,500

high school students of all faiths,

from all neighborhoods of St.

Louis, and a film for national

distribution is now being pro-

duced on the work of these

youngsters.

Little jobs that have big re-

sults are a teen-age specialty.

Center boys and girls save

stamps and forward them to

veterans hospitals for disabled

men to add to their collections.

Basketball games and other

athletic events are used as fund-

raising affairs for contributions

to the Community Chest, Cancer

Society, Red Cross and other

charities. A favorite beneficiary

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of Center teen-ager drives has

been the Jerusalem YMHA,
which depends heavily on Amer-

ican support for its continued

operation.

A major cause, perhaps, of the

difficulties that young people

face today is a lack of under-

standing between them and

their elders — this, in turn,

springs from a lack of real con-

tact between youngster and par-

ent. One answer to this is an

organized "gabfest" in which

young people and their parents

participate in an atmosphere of

informality and cooperation. At
a typical teener-parent meeting,

such as those held at Jewish

Community Centers in Newark,

N. J. and Chicago, 111. the sub-

jects may range from "smoking

for teenagers" to "our respon-

sibilities in the home" to "choos-

ing a college." With the guidance

of a good discussion leader, such

sessions are helpful for the

whole family.

Much of the activity which

involves young people is under-

taken by Center-sponsored youth

and young adult councils. These

councils, affiliated with the Na-
tional Jewish Youth Conference

(a JWB-sponsored body) afford

teen-agers and young adults the

opportunity to gain real experi-

ence for the community leader-

ship role that they will assume

as they grow older. The annual

assembly of the Conference, at

which young people from all sec-

tions of the country gather for a

When Neighbor Speaks to Neighbor

By CHARLES AARON, President, J. W. B.

One of the wonders of our age

is that an individual can, with-

out leaving his home or his of-

fice, speak out and address his

fellows in the outermost corners

of America ... in the far reaches

of the world, in fact. For this

miracle of communications we
owe much to the pioneers of the

printed word, the telegraph and

telephone, the radio and tele-

vision.

So, when I write to you the

traditional New Year's greeting

of our faith, "L'Shono Tovah
Tikosevu!" I know that my
words have wings, and that the

message which they convey will

be brought to you, wherever you

may be.

Allow me to dwell for a mo-
ment on this matter of commun-
ications, on the exchange of ideas

and messages. It is of consider-

able interest to me that the

words communications and com-

munity both springs from the

same root. Both imply a sense of

commonality, of unity. The scope

of the community, the extent to

which people are bound together,

depends very much on the ease

with which they can communi-

cate with each other. In the early

days a man could easily com-

municate no further than the

sound of his voice could carry.

True, the written word could be

carried by messenger over some

distance, but this continued to

be an unsatisfactory substitute

for person-to - person contact.

Actually, it was not until com-

paratively recent times that we
overcame this very concrete

barrier to communication with

our fellows.

With the broadening of the

lines of communications, we
have experienced a broadening

of our sense of community. Men
are quicker to know their neigh-

bors' needs — and quicker to

help meet them. Inevitably, we
have developed a feeling of re-

sponsibility toward the people

who make up our community.
This is most consistent with our

Jewish and our American demo-
cratic traditions, and it is an in-

dication of the dynamic quality

of our ideals that as the com-
munity has grown by reason of

the increased potential for our

knowing one another, so has the

practice of assuming the respon-

sibility for one another's wel-

fare.

One exemplification of this is

the extent of Jewish organiza-

tional activity, of which the Na-
tional Jewish Welfare Board is

typical. It is through JWB that

American Jews join to serve the

religious and recreation needs

of their sons and daughters in

the United States Armed Forces.

It is also through JWB that they

provide help and guidance to the

Jewish Community Centers

across the country which offer

a host of wholesome and worth-

while recreational and cultural

activities for children, adults

and older folks. These are ser-

vices which the community has

found necessary in view of the

complex tenor of modern times

— they are services which the

The tercentenary of Jewish

settlement in the United States

which Jewish communities

across the country recently cele-

brated, has brought into focus

the state of Yiddish literature.

However, its life here does not

span centuries. The Yiddish

daily and periodical press crop-

ped up in the seventies and laid

the groundwork for its artforms.

It reflected the newcomers' econ-

omic, religious, social - political

thinking as conditioned by their

traditional past and culture, and

linked them with the American

temper and environment. It or-

iented them in the dynamic pro-

cesses of democratic living, and

taught them how best to con-

tribute to the country's material

and creative civilization.

That was the formative period

of Jewish immigrant life. Their

legacy of persecution and pover-

ty, kindled in the immigrants a

yearning for freedom and op-

portunity, a drive for self-ex-

pression and fulfillment. Their

struggle with the sweatshop and

slum tenements fanned their be-

wilderment to a pitch of pathos

and insurgency, and the propa-

ganda lyric became a potent

weapon. It was pioneered by

David Edelstadt, Joseph Bof-

shover, Morris Rosenfeld and

Morris Winchefsky who couched

the social motif in stirring song.

The Very Rev. Dr. Israel Brodie,
Chief Rabbi of the British Common-
wealth, asserted that he is fascinated
by the "phenomenal return to reli-

gion in a big way" that is evidenced
among Jews in the United States.

It gave people heart and hope, if

not finished art.

Around the turn of the cen-

tury Jewish national aspirations

crystalized, and deflected but

little from the intensity of the

"class-conflict". While Zionism

gained ground Marxian schooled

"revolutionaries" discover-

have had meaning and urgency

in embattled Czarist Russia, but

made no sense in fiercely com-

petitive America. There were

those who regarded Zionism and

Socialism as mutually exclusive

concepts in whose parallel

of the human spirit for beauty
and universal truth, and must
not be subordinated to clashing

class interests. Their attitudes

anchored in American avant

garde writing, and their little

magazines approximated Amer-
ican tradition and culture with

their own. Their poetry, fiction

and critical evaluations deviated

from past influences, and drew
impetus from the American
scene. J. J. Schwartz wrote an

impressive verse epic called

"Kentucky" and Reuben Ludwig
was acclaimed for his "Indian

Motifs", Zisha Landau, Mani
Leib, Moshe Leib Halpern, Reu-

ben Eisland, Joseph Rolnik, Men-
achem Boraisha, and others,

reaped a harvest of elegant lim-

pid stanzas. This year the young-

er lyricist, Beris Weinstein, in

New York and Buenos Aires,

won two literary awards for his

narrative poem, "America."

Others brought forth American
classics into Yiddish, notably A.

Leyeles-Glanz, himself an ur-

bane poet.

In fiction A. Raboy was com-

mended for his rural tale, "The
Jewish Cowboy". Baruch Glaz-

man was lauded for his novella,

"In the Fields of Georgia", and
for other "grass roots" stories.

Chaimowitch, to mention a few
at random, reproduced the Amer-
ican Jewish saga in its stages of

ferment and transition. The first

three and David Pinski later

launched the purely historical

novel and drama . . .

Yiddish literature flourished

as long as immigration flowed

unhindered and washed ashore

writers and readers. Its peak

passed with the Depression in

the thirties and the survivalists

began to show visible concern

They had believed, and some still

believe, that their culture would

endure as an immutable and in-

tegral part of America's plural-

istic folk pattern. Reality, how-

ever, soon nullified such wishful

optimism. Barred immigration,

the rising level of the American

way of life, English pervading

the Jewish home, store, factory,

synagogue, fraternal and union

meetings, which were once ram-

parts of Yiddish, accelerated the

tempo of the "melting pot". The
ascendancy of the Yiddish school

movement proved a weak coun-

teraction.

The course of Jewish destiny

is marked by drama and miracle

- the miracle of survival amidst

adversity. Concededly at low ebb.

Yiddish shows remarkable ma-
turity of texture and tonality.

It has gained the respect of non-

Jewish intellectual and aca-

demic circles. The French Exile

University, established in New
York in 1943, introduced Yiddish

in its curriculum. The New
School for Social Research offers

it to its graduate students since

1946. The College of the City of

New York made it a language

study in 1947. The Atran Found-
ation set up a Chair in Yiddish

linguistics at Columbia Univer-

sity in 1952. In the Summer of

J 953, I believe, the University

of Mexico invited a lecturer on

Yiddish literature. A year later

the new edition of the Interna-

tional Dictionary for the first

time ranked Yiddish among the

world's seven leading languages.

The mainsprings of Yiddish

culture were destroyed during

the last war when Nazi Geirnany

erased three generations of Yid-

dish speaking Jews, and later

when Soviet Russia wiped out

Yiddish culture from the face

of its earth and strangled its

creators. The events stirred in

American Jews a sense of be-

reavement. As a consequence

they determined to seek reaf-

firmation of their heritage in

unity. Followers of Hebrew and

Yiddish, theretofore divided by

their separate loyalties, became

aware that both tongues repre-

sented but a single culture. Also

English thinking Jews turned

to its source for spiritual re-

identification.

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DAYS OF AWE AND HOPE
By Rabbi Sidney Greenberg

The High Holidays constitute

a rich spiritual symphony in

which many heroic motifs are

blended. The celebration of the

birthday of the universe, the

coronation of the King of Kings,

the remembrance of the merit of

the ancestors, the emphasis up-

on life's brevity, the yearning

for more life — these motifs are

all interwoven in the liturgy. The

dominant and recurrent theme,

however, is the insistence upon

the need for repentance. Indeed,

the ten-day period from Rosh

Hashonah to Yom Kippur con-

stitutes the "Aseres Y'may T-
shuvaw," the ten days of Peni-

tence.

The mood of these days is con-

trite and sober. How could it be

otherwise when we focus the

spotlight of conscience upon our-

selves? Moral inventory, honest-

ly taken, is rarely conducive to

heightened self - appreciation.

The Gulf between what we

could be and what we are, be-

tween our vast potentialities and

our limited achievements, un-

derscores the need for "T'shu-

vaw" — a return to God, an up-

reaching for the Highest. Like

the angels in the thrice repeated

"Unsaneh Tokef" prayer we, too.

are dismayed; fear and trem-

bling seize hold of us, too, when

the great trumpet is sounded

and the still small voice is heard.

But fear does not yield to de-

spair. The awareness of our sins

and our human frailty is reliev-

ed by the comforting faith that

we can conquer sin. The accus-

ing voice is silenced long enough

to enable us to hear the whisper-

ed assurance that atonement is

within reach. We need not re-

main the unwilling captives of

our own transgressions. Given a

determined will on our part, we
can count on Divine assistance

to liberate us from the shackles

of our own fashioning. Thus our

Sages taught: "If a man opens

his heart even so slightly as a

needle's eye, God will open it as

wide as the gateway to the

Temple Hall."

Thus God is not only our Judge

but also our ally in the struggle

for moral regeneration. Yom
Kippur was traditionally refer-

red to as the "white fast" be-

cause it held out the promise of

victory on the fierce battlefield

of the Soul. The Jerusalem Tal-

mud put the thought this way:
"when men are summoned be-

fore an earthly ruler to defend

themselves against some charge,

they appear downcast and dress-

ed in black, like mourners. Israel

appears before God on the

Atonement Day attired in white

as if going to a feast, confident

that upon a penitent return, Is-

rael's Maker will not condemn

but will abundantly pardon."

By which pathway does the

penitent return? How is "T'-

Shuvaw" affected? The disci-

pline of repentance consists of

three distinct steps. Initially,

there must be the conscious

awareness of having sinned.

Rationalization, concealment,

projection-these and other ment-

al masks we use to disguise our

inadequacies must be removed.

We need first the courage to

accuse ourselves.

The consciousness of sin must

be followed by its confession-

directly to God without benefit

of human mediator. The enumer-

ation of sins found in the "Al

Chet" is sufficiently exhaustive

to touch upon the personal trans-

gressions of each of us. It has

been suggested that the reason

for the alphabetical arrange-

ment of the sins in the "Al Chet"

was to assure a conclusion to

the list. For the alphabet does

have an end whereas the sins of

men do not. This may be true

of the number of human sins

but not of their variety. The

in our entreaties for pardon,

earnest in our desire for recon-

ciliation with the Highest, but

unless to crown all this we sol-

emnly resolve to make a better

fight for Duty henceforth, the

Day will have done little for us."

True atonement involves amend-

ment.

This, then, is the three-fold

spiritual strategy to rid our-

selves of sin — recognition, reci-

tation, renunciation.

Where the sin is against a fel-

low man, a fourth step is re-

quired — reparation. "If thou

hast sinned against thy brother

go first and appease him, other-

wise the Day of Atonement can-

not absolve thee."

The prayers of these holy

days are beautiful and moving.

The spiritual reveille sounded by

the Shofar is dramatically stir-

ring. The pathos and sorrow of

the Kol Nidre chant strike some
sympathetic note in every Jew-

ish heart. The selfimposed aus-

terity of the fast drives home
most effectively the moral sig-

nificance of the season. These,

however, are only the prelude to

something bigger. Beyond pray-

er, rite and ritual is the arena of

human action. It is there that

true repentance is achieved, the

human triumph made secure.

Some two years ago, I wrote

a piece about the popularity of

world congresses which were

then being projected or called by

various Jewish groups including

East European Jews, Sephardic

Jews, Jewish physicians.

The Jewish Day of

July 27, 1955, called this gather-

ings, "a private Jewish world

congress" and the general reac-

tion to the undertaking, far

from being enthusiastic, was

critical and disparaging. It ap-

pears, however, that the lure of

huge and grandiose organiza-

tional schemes is still potent and

that it offers considerable at-

traction to enthusiastic Jewish

spokesmen and especially to

orators.

The paradox of it all is that

there is no longer a Jewish world

made up of large Jewish com-

munities in Europe, in the sense

that it existed before World

War II. Therefore, the idea of

an all-inclusive and comprehen-

sive organization of World Jew-

ry has lost much of its earlier

appeal. This has become all the

more patent by reason of the

fact that each one of the large

communities in Europe, like

those of England and France,

have their influential central or-

ganizations and that these can

pretty well cope with any crises

or emergencies that may arise

in the Old World. Between the

extensive and world-wide relief

activities of the Joint Distribu-

tion Committee and the facili-

ties of Jewish organizations in

England and France, and also

the existing World Jewish Con-

gress, Jewish problems abroad

are quite adequately dealt with.

The redoubtable international

sleuths of the World Jewish

Congress, L.E. Esterman and
Dr. Maurice Perlzweig, are al-

ways on guard, flying from

country to country to see if any-

thing untoward is happening.

The problem of restitution from

Germany is, of course being

handled separately by the Jew-

ish Claims Conference which is

made up of representatives of

all the central organizations in

different lands.

But, as I said, grand and

world-wide projects have a spe-

cial appeal. Some time ago, Dr.

Nahum Goldman, with his poul-

ent imagination, and probably

envisaging circumstances be-

yond the present horizon, threw

out a proposal for an interna-

tional federation of Jewish or-

ganisations to consult on the

problems affecting all Jews. The

idea has been floating in the air

together with similar Utopias.

From all appearances, there is

no immediate possibility of any

serious action being taken to

translate the proposal into real-

ity.

But, when it comes to orators

addressing conventions, the
whole situation changes, and

Philip Klutznick, President of

the B'nai B'rith, saw a rosy

vision as the recent convention

of B'nai B'rith was winding up.

Hence the enthusiastic adoption

of a resolution to endorse and

take part in a scheme which

may, in the far-off future, be

realized.

neglect is the hill country which

extends in Israel over an area

of four and a half million dun-

ams. It was clear even then, 25

years ago, that this region must
be redeemed by the "creation"

of soil, so that civilized man
would be able to live there and

support himself by working the

land. Then was begun the pro-

cess which we have called "rec-

lamation of the hill lands".

Unfounded Myth

Before the State was estab-

lished, reclamation had been

carried out on 15,000 dunams in

23 hill settlements, and 107,000

dunams in 103 hill settlements

in the seven years of the State's

existence. With the improve-

ment of implements and the

training of workers, this activity

turns barren ground into fertile

soil; it causes "the rock to flow

with honey and the flint to give

forth oil" for through the power

of heavy machines and man's

scientific know-how, stones are

overturned and boulders broken

up and soil is created as in the

days of Genesis, for growing

fruits and plants.

The reclamation of the hill

lands has refuted the allegation

of the Mandatory Period that

millions of dunams of the hill

lands are useless for civilized

man. Now it is clear that this

tify himself with the political or

economic views of the party he

backs. Mapai is known to receive

thousands of votes from Arab
families who traditionally go

along with the government in

power. Many Arabs, on the oth-

er hand, vote Communist, not as

a matter of genuine support for

the Eastern bloc or for Marxism,

but because it is the easiest way
for them to embarrass the gov-

ernment, as the communist
members always take up their

grievances with the greatest

zeal.

Despite the cooperation of the

majority of the Arab members
of the Knesset with the govern-

ment, it must always be remem-
bered that the existing restric-

tions of military rule in some
Arab areas, and the unsolved

land tenure problems, continue

to absorb the greater part of

Arab attention.

Only when these two stumb-

ling blocks will have been re-

moved, will development and
progress in the Arab sector

manifest themselves in political

activities more related to the

common problems of the rest of

the country. Only then can the

emergence of really independent

Arab groups, or their integra-

tion within the framework of ex-

isting political parties, be ex-

pected.

I only hope that

our financial capacity will en-

able us to extend this splendid

work.

The proposal which I present

is based on both political and
economic considerations.

In the waves of immigration

to this country there were two
clear categories: Evacuation of

Jews who had fled their coun-

tries on the one hand, and the

immigration of Jews who de-

cided on their own accord with-

out the compulsion of external

pressure, on the other. To the

first category belong those who
came from the concentration

camps of Germany, immigra-

tion from behind the Iron Cur-

tain up to 1951, immigration

from Iraq and Yemen—all these

came regardless of conditions,

motivated only by the desire to

save themselves at any cost.

This period of immigration was
the period of the tent and the

communal food kitchen. In this

manner 650,000 Jews came to

Israel. In this manner three

years ago a quarter of a million

Jews dwelt in tents, canvas

frame huts and corrugated iron

structures. In 1951, 175,00 came,

and quite suddenly in 1952 the

number of immigrants fell to

25,000. We then knew that in

all parts of the Diaspora there

no longer existed the will to im-

migrate to Israel regardless of

conditions, and that the will to

immigrate depended on the eco-

nomic and social conditions in

Israel and also on the prospects

of political and social conditions

in the countries in which the

Jews lived, and in a few cases

on their Zionist outlook.

If one speaks of "rescue ali-

ya," the words have no meaning
unless the meaning is that the

Jews in question are ready to

come regardless of conditions,

and that conditions in their

present countries are such that

no tents or communal kitchens

doling out food will put them
off. They should be ready to ac-

cept this fate, at least for a cer-

tain period.

It is of no great importance

how we estimate the situation

in this or that country of the

Diaspora. It is of no great im-

portance even how a few local

Jewish workers estimate the

situation. The only thing that

matters is how the multitudes

of Jews themselves decide how
they will react to what awaits

them in the first period after

immigration.

We must not decide that this

country is a country for "rescue

aliya." By doing so, we only

cause political damage without

helping the Jews who live there.

We must consider the question

today from two aspects:

1. What can we, the People of

Israel, the State of Israel, do?

2. What do the Jews of the

countries in question accept as

minimum conditions for this

immigration?

It is not within my province

nor my capability, to make an

estimate of the position of the

Jews of North Africa of whom
we are now speaking, but I want

to submit four assumptions for

our consideration.

Thanks

to reclamation, even the results

of the Lowdermilk-Gill survey,

according to which most of the

hill country in Israel is suited

to only pasture and forests, are

out of date. Land reclamation in

the hill country of Judea and

the Galilee has supceeded to

date in turning one third of

land allocated to pasture and

forest into vegetable gardens,

orchards and vineyards. And
still this process has only begun.

This work of land reclamation,

especially in the hill country, is

a "must", and if settling the

country along its borders if the

basis of security, and if agricul-

ture is the basis of the economy

of the State, then land reclama-

tion in the hill country is a

means to both ends. Reclama-

tion extends the bounds of cul -

tivable land within the State's

territory and buttressing our

security along the frontiers:

1. A large proportion of the

Jews, particularly in Morocco,

see no future for themselves
there.

2. A larpe proportion live in

the fear that the political riots

will affect the economic and civ-

ic status of Jews, and many live

also in the fear of physical vio-

lence.

3. The Jews of North Africa

are not prepared to part from
their possessions — so far as

they have possessions — and to

immigrate to Israel regardless

of conditions.

4. The desire of the Jews, par-

ticularly in Morocco, to immi-
grate on the absorption condi-

tions now prevailing is increas-

ing greatly.

From this it follows that in

the prevailing conditions of ab-

sorption there are many tens of

thousands of candidates for ali-

ya. I emphasize the expression

"prevailing conditions," that is

to say orderly absorption in

housing, employment, health

services and education. Up to a

month ago, 60,000 candidates

for aliya were registered, and

35,000 of them already passed

the stage of classification, and

there is no doubt at all that

many more could be registered

in Morocco if we included every

town, township, and village.

That does not mean, of course,

that all who are registered are

all ready for immediate aliya.

The situation in Tunis is not

like that in Morocco. There, the

desire for aliya is much less

strong, even having regard to

the relative numbers of Jews in

the two countries.

As a result of these consider-

ations, we have come to the fol-

lowing conclusions:

1. We are, of course, propos-

ing no limit for immigration at

all except for those in need of

assistance from public funds.

2. We have to increase the as-

sisted aliya from Morocco, and

we shaH double the number of

immigrants from there, that is

to say, that as compared with

18,000 Jews who came from Mo-
rocco from August, 1954, to

August, 1955, we shall be able

to bring in 36,000 during the

coming year.

3. We must, in general, main-

tain the present standards of

i'rom Page 119)

absorption as far as possible;

not to go below the standard in

the sector of employment, but
to lower it in the case of hous-
ing if we find that we cannot
otherwise bring in the number I

mentioned.

4. Within this framework of

aliya we must give priority to

immigrants from North Africa

over those from other countries

not subject to political tension.

5. If, heaven forbid, a situa-

tion should arise which would
compel immediate aliya, and if

as a result there arises the wish
to immigrate regardless of con-

ditions, we shall be obliged to

resort to every absorption ef-

fort—even with camps and ma'-

barot and to abandon all numer-
ical and economic considera-

tions.

Our immigration programme
is based at present on 45,000

immigrants, 36,000 of them
from Morocco and the remain-

der firstly from Tunis and after

that from other countries,

among them western countries.

Of course, I hardly need men-

tion that every increase in aliya

of Jews from behind the Iron

Curtain will be greatly wel-

comed by all of us.

We cannot increase the num-

ber of immigrants tomorrow,

but we are trying to shorten the

period needed to prepare places

of absorption for the increased

immigration.

Florida's Governor, LeRoy

Collins, has advised the Anti-

Defamation League of B'nai

B'rith here that, in the future,

no official conventions will be

held at hotels that discriminate

against Jews.

Sea. Into a narrow opening in

the face of a cliff he tossed

stones and heard the clank of

something breaking. He sum-
moned a young friend and both
lowered themselves to the floor

of the cave. Among broken bits

of pottery, they found clay jars

from which they extracted some
dark, foul-smelling lumps wrap-
ped in linen, containing 11

scrolls, 3 to 24 feet long, made
of sheep leather.

In Jerusalem the boys found
a dealer who helped them to

dispose of the scrolls. Six scrolls

were bought by the Hebrew Uni-
versity, and five by Archbishop
Samuel of the Syrian Orthodox
Monastery of St. Mark, in the

Old City of Jerusalem. The price

which the Archbishop paid was
supposed to be fifty pounds.

Eventually Archbishop Samuel
sold his scrolls in New York for

the sum of $250,000 and they

were presented to the State of

Israel. Two of the scrolls contain

the "Manual of Discipline;" 1, a

Book of Habakkuk; 1, in Ara-

maic, the lost book of Lamech;
1, a manuscript of the War of

the Sons of Darkness with the

Sons of Light; 1, part of the

book of Isaiah; and 4 scrolls,

a collection of Thanksgiving

Psalms.

Bedouins and archeologists

began combing the hills west of

the Dead Sea. Find after find

was made, some were of sensa-

tional magnitude.

Six hundred yards from the

cave were long known ruins

which were thought to be the

remains of a Roman fort called

Khirbet Qumran. Archeologists

began excavations which reveal-

ed that the ruins had been a

monastery of a Jewish sect, ap-

parently the Essenes, who func-

tioned from about 125 B.C. to 68

A.D. A complete jar was found

which was identical with those

in Cave 1. Clearly the occupants

of the monastery had deposited

the scrolls in the cave. The dates
on some 400 coins, plus other
evidence, showed when this hap-
pened in 68 A.D., when the oc-

cupants, warned of the approach
of Rome's Tenth Legion during
the open revolt against the Ro-
mans, concealed their valued
library.

Near the monastery Bedouins
discovered a second large cave
containing another momentous
find. A mile to the north archae-

ologists came upon a third cave,

its debris covered three foot

wide copper strips, inscribed and
wound into tight rolls. The Uni-

versity of Manchester has been

charged with the task of prepar-

ing the corroded and brittle

strips for study. A fourth cave,

discovered recently by Bedouins,

was the most extraordinary of

all. It was a chamber in the cliff-

side a few hundred yards from
the monastery. From it the Bed-

ouins removed tens of thousands

of fragments: parts of every

book of the Old Testament, ex-

cept Esther, most of the known
Apocryphal books, many new
ones and many sectarian docu-

ments—altogether at least 332

works. Included were fragments,

which when pieced together

form a work older than anything

from Cave 1.

The end is not yet in sight,

new finds have been made re-

cently. Thousands of fragments

assembled at the Palestine Arch-

eological Museum in Jerusalem

have not yet been identified.

An international team of

scholars — British, American,

French, German and Polish — is

at work on this complex historic

discovery. The technical work
required in deciphering the ma-
terial is most complex and as-

tounding. Linen from the origi-

nal cave was shipped to Chi-

cago, where experts at the In-

stitute of Nuclear Studies burn-

ed it, then measured the car-

bon's radioactivity with a Geiger

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counter. The linen, they conclud-

ed, was made from flax between

167 B. C. and 233 A. D.

The literature on the Dead
Sea Scrolls is expanding. The
material has already yielded

valuable information to Biblical

scholars, historians, and theo-

logians. On the basis of the Isa-

iah Scrolls, 13 minor changes

were made in the Revised Stand-

ard Version of the Bible. The
Scrolls also show that in certain

respects the Septuagint Transla-

tion is more correct than the

Massoretic Text. Some scholars

believe that once the new ma-
terials are deciphered and pub-

lished scarcely a chapter of the

Old Testament will be un-

changed. However the changes
will be slight.

Of engrossing interest is the

light which the Dead Sea Scrolls

throw on the bridge or link be-

tween Christianity and Judaism.

No one seriously imagines that

Christianity was born in a

vacuum, and many parallels and

influences from its environment

have been pointed out in the

past. The Church has in fact,

resisted attempts to divorce the

faith from the Jewish heritage.

But the strength of the link and
the magnitude of the bridge

could not have been divined

without the discovery of the

Qumran community or sect and

its literature. The curious com-

mentary on the book Habakkuk,
the Manual of Discipline, and
the manuscript of the War of

the Sons of Light with the Sons

of Darkness reveal striking sim-

ilarities between the sect and

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the early Christians, especially

those of Jerusalem and Judea.

At the time of Jesus there

were three main branches or

sects in Judaism, the Sadducees,

the Pharisees, and the Essenes.

Much is known about the Sad-

ducees and Pharisees, very lit-

tle is known about the Essenes.

What we know is derived from

Philo (20 B.C.) ; Jos-phus (25-

100 C.E.) ; and Pliny (23-79

C.E.). Scholars identify the

Qumran sect with the Essenes.

The most startling disclosure of

the documents is that the Es-

senes possessed, years before

Jesus, a terminology and prac-

tice that have always been con-

sidered uniquely Christian.

The Essenes practiced bap-

tism and shared a liturgical re-

past of bread and wine presided

over by a priest. They believed

in redemption and in the im-

mortality of the soul. Their most

important leader was a mysteri-

ous figure called the Teacher

of Righteousness, a Messianic

prophet-priest blessed with di-

vine insights, persecuted and

perhaps eventually martyred.

Many phrases, symbols and pre-

cepts similar to those in Essene

literature are used in the New
Testament, particularly in the

Gospel of John and the Pauline

Epistles. John the Baptist's use

of baptism has led some scholars

to believe that he was either an

Essene or strongly influenced by

the sect. The scrolls have also

given fresh impetus to the the-

ory that Jesus may have been

a student of Essene thought.

Germane to our subject is the

observation that Judaism also

gave birth to another great

monotheistic religion, Islam.

Two years after the destruc-

tion of the Qumran monastery

in the year 70 A.D. Titus be-

sieged Jerusalem and after five

months of stubborn fighting in

which a million Jews perished

within its walls, Jerusalem fell

prey to the savagery of the Ro-

man Legions. Titus took back

to Rome with him thousands of

prisoners who met their death

in the gladiatorial games or in

battle with the wild beasts. To

celebrate the victories of Titus

over the Jews commemorative

medals were coined, and several

years later the Arch of Titus

was erected in Rome, in the Cir-

cus Maximus, bearing the proud

inscription: "The Senate and

people of Rome to Emperor Ti-

tus . . . the father of the coun-

try, its sovereign prince, because

he followed his father's com-
mand, advice and with his ap-

proval vanquished the nation of

the Jews . .
."

No trace now exists of Assy-

rians, Medes, Persians, ancient

Greeks and ancient Romans.
The survival of the Jews consti-

tutes one of the riddles of his-

tory. The solution to the riddle

is to be found in the fact that

throughout their dispersion they

carried Jerusalem with them, a

.spiritual Jerusalem, embodied in

the Book.

Against Roman might the

Jews through the vehicle of

Christianity, pitted the idea of

the one God, the God of justice,

righteousness and love. Event-

ually this idea destroyed the

pagan temples of Rome. In these

times when our common Judeo-

Christian heritage is threatened

by pagan totalitarian forces it

will be well for us to remember

that if we cleave to the Book,

like the Jews throughout the

ages, we need not fear the out-

come of the struggle for the pos-

session of the minds of men.

It was a very fine convention

and undoubtedly reached a num-

ber of important decisions.

After the Funeral

One week recently this column

seemed troubled on account of

this Mr. Segal ... as to what

would become of him after his

funeral. Segal had just come

back to his desk from being pall-

bearer at the funeral of his old

friend Mike Keefe in St. Mary

ALFRED SEGAL

Church. As always, by reason of

his columnar profession, Segal

got around to the Jewish angle

even at the altar of the Catholic

church.

Here was good friend Mike

Keefe being sent off to eternal

reward in a heavenly abode of

which Catholics are certain.

And, indeed, Mike, as I knew
him through many years, was
well entitled to good reward. His

people, even in their sorrow at

his passing, could well fell the

comfort that's in the theological

promise of heaven.

So, sitting there before St.

Mary's altar, Segal's mind

brought in a Jewish angle: Just

what do we Jews know or feel

sure of in the matter of immor-

tality? As Segal remembered

the Good Book, there is no sure

promise in it of a heaven-to-

come. Many of his Jewish

friends have no certainty of

where they are going from here

... if anywhere. When they

speak of it they feel none of the

security that sustains the Catho-

lics.

"Me, for instance," mused
Segal at Mike's funeral. "What's

to become of me after Weil's fu-

neral home and the rabbis are

through with me . . . me that

has led a rather virtuous life,

more or less, and never has con-

sciously hurt even a fly. Will the

funeral be the end of me?"

For answers, Segal appealed

to our Jewish ecclesiastical au-

thorities, invited all rabbis to

speak up. There was no rush of

them to enlighten him. But the

other day he received from Rab-

bi Albert G. Minda of Temple
Israel, Minneapolis, Minn., a

printed tract. The title: "They
Shall Not Rest."

It was a sermon the rabbi had

given in memory of "the men of

Temple Israel who gave their all

on the altar of country and

freedom." The sermon was for

the comfort of their sorrowing

kinsmen. Rabbi Minda didn't ex-

actly like the concept that

"makes death synonymous with

sleep and immortality a form of

eternal rest."

"The figure of speech which

makes death synonymous with

eternal slumber is adequate in

normal times", the rabbi went

on to say. He pointed out that

the rabbis of old couldn't go

along with the thought that

after death there was only ever-

lasting sleep.

So their theology established

"The Academy on High" (Yes-

hibah shel maaloh) where learn-

ed Jews could continue studying

the Torah after the yisgadel

veyiskadash had been said for

them at the graveside. The an-

cient rabbis said: "The disciples

of the wise have no rest even

in the world-to-come."

Rabbi Minda quoted the cele-

brated French artist Corot who
"rebelled against the thought of

Heaven as a place of eternal

slumber." He said: 'I hope with

all my heart there will be paint-

ing in Heaven'. And it was the

noted Shakespearean actor Sir

Henry Irving who said: T be-

lieve in immortality but if I am
permitted to express any prefer-

ence, I shall ask to be allowed

to play Shakespeare's dramas
for all eternity.'

"

You see, as Rabbi Minda un-

derstands it, there's no meaning
or comfort in staying asleep

eternally . . . Says he: "What-
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ever validity the idea of immor-
atlity posssesses rests on the

faith that the values of human
personality are too precious to

be destroyed in a universe that

has been designed to conserve

even the smallest atom of matter

and unit of energy. Somehow a

God of justice and love who
made it possible for man, the

child of dust, to yearn and aspire

for truth, beauty and goodness,

will not permit the drama of life

to end in the blackout of the

tomb.

"If immortality means any-

thing, it signifies the opportun-

ity not only to conserve these

values of personality but to en-

hance and develop them, beyond

the level of earthly limitations

. . . Bereaved families might find

healing in the thought that their

dead live in the sense that they

once knew them to live . . . that

earthly careers cut down in the

heat of noonday's sun have not

terminated in the sleep of dusk,

but rather that they march on

to the fulfillment of those goals

and objectives which constitute

the real and noblest in their

earthly lives and personalities."

Well, what Rabbi Minda has

said starts this Mr. Segal to-

ward asking: But, really, what's

the matter with sleeping for-

ever? . . . just to be at peace af-

ter the hard, hot day? . . . not

to know a thing more about the

agonized living that goes oh all

around? . . . not a pain -left in

the heart?

Segal likes to recall an opera-

tion he had three years ago l he

slept dreamless under it through
four hours. He asks himself,

Suppose I had kept on sleeping

dreamless through all the hours

and the days and the years to

come . . one and one . . Wouldn't

that have been heavenly reward

enough after everything?

But he woke up after the four

hours, and as soon as his mind
was clear enough he picked up
a newspaper, and there . . . .!

The front page was full of all

the troubles of mankind, alas!

.... after the four perfect, un-

troubled, painless hours of sleep

!

Yet, mind you, Segal, wasn't

unhappy to find himself alive

again. There were those seven

grandchildren of his. He must
stay alive to see them grow up

. . . maybe to help keep the

twig straigth ... to know them
in latter life as fine people in

the world who by their good way
of living may confer a bit of im-

mortality on Segal, their ances-

tor.

That accomplished, Segal

would be content to go his way

Judaism And Christianity

The facts surrounding the origins of Christianity have

always been, for this writer, at least, somewhat blurred and in-

distinct. They no longer are. The change was brought about
through the instrumentality of the Ninth Annual B'nai B'rith

Institute of Judaism, held at Wildacres, Little Switzerland,

North Carolina, on August 5th through the 9th.

One of the faculty at this Institute was the young and tal-

ented Dr. Ellis Rivkin, Professor of History at the Hebrew
Union College, Jewish Institute of Religion, in Cincinnati,

Ohio. Dr. Rivkin gave a series of three lectures on "Judaism
and Christianity" which, for this auditor, clarified the situa-

tion, with all of its many ramifications and implications, as

nothing we have read or heard before.

Elsewhere in this issue is a summary of Dr. Rivkin's find-

ings. It is, at best, sketchy, as all summaries must be. Yet it

gives the highlights of what was for us one of the most informa-

tive lectures that we have heard in our nine years of consecu-

tive attendance at these Institutes. It goes without saying that

the lectures themselves covered the ground much more thor-

oughly than the summary indicates, and it is unfortunate that

more of our readers were not present to hear the complete story.

Incidentally, and directly related to these lectures is an
announcement made by a group representing nine Christian

denominations meeting as an institute under the auspices of the

National Council of Protestant Churches, held earlier this year

at the McCormick Theological Seminary in Chicago. This
group, participating as a workshop on Christian-Jewish rela-

tions, announced the "historical Christian Church's belief that

the Jews did not kill Christ.'
'

The importance of this affirmation may be realized when
we consider that one of the basic reasons agreed upon for anti-

Semitism is the often-hurled accusation that Jews were "Christ-

killers." Unfortunately, this is one of the ideas that is first din-

ned into the ears of Christian youth, the responsibility resting

both with the home as well as the church.

If the finding of this Chicago Institute is taken at its face

value, perhaps future generations of Christian children will

start out in life without this fixation, and the path to under-
standing and tolerance will be made a bit easier.

Reflections

A popular song, which at one time made the Hit Parade,
tells us that little things mean a lot. Daniel Rand, the author
of a monograph entitled, "Little Things," puts it this way: "All
great things are but accumulations of little things." He goes

on to explain that rays of light constitute the warmth of the

sun; drops of water results in rivers; letters make up words;
words are arranged in thoughts; thoughts are reflected on the

pages of books; in libraries and universities intellect is sharp-

ened; and by the power of the written, spoken, and seen word,
continents are traversed, oceans and the sky are linked and,

as lines of communication are extended, the world continues

to shrink with man the seeming master of the elements.

A sneer of scorn or a smile of encouragement, a kindness

or a wrong — out of such things character takes shape. Upon
the characters of individuals are built the ethics of communi-
ties, business empires, even nations, and countries rise and fall

as they are governed and influenced by people. We watch the

natural world around us, without appreciating its wonders
and beauteous qualities. Grains of wheat cause their shoots

to rise and all these work silently, swiftly, and quietly until

a bounteous harvest is reaped.

"There is no act so slight, no task so trifling, but fills an
important niche in the boundless scheme of little things. And
in their accumulated accomplishment each man and group and
commonwealth, and nation and planet move in the vastness

that is the universe."

Daniel Rand seems to reflect, unbeknown to him, one of

the most poignant statements in the Ethics of the Fathers in

the Perek whose readings seem to serve as a forerunner or pre-

amble to the High Holiday period. These maxims or pithy

thoughts which are studied every Saturday during the summer
(concluding with the Shabbos before Rosh Hashonah) are

designed, it seems to me, to set a mood and to give us back-

ground material for the Holiest time of the year.

What better illustration do we have of a philosophy of life

than Rabbi Jehudah Ha Nasi's approach to Jewish life as

embodied in the second chapter of Perek. "Rabbi," as he was
called in a shortened version of his name, lived in Palestine

in the second and third centuries of the common era. His lame
rests in his compilation and final editing of the Mishna. He
taught us among other things: "V'hevay zahir be'metsvoh

kallah kevachamcora," etc. "And be careful in the case of a

light precept as that of a weighty one, for thou knowest not

how the rewards of the precepts are given." Rabbi Jehudah
Ha Nasi's words were designed as an admonition and a guide

for his contemporaries, as well as for future generations, includ-

ing our own. According to his weltanachaunng or outlook on
life, a Jew should find his "right way" in the directions of

Torah and the doing of precepts and good works. To those

who follow the guidance of the Torah, according to "Rabbi,"

the lightest precept is to be fulfilled with the same care as the

gravest, because each expresses the Divine will. It is not a

question of reward, "thou knowest not how the rewards are

given." Reward in connection with conduct means an expres-

sion of Divine approval. It does not mean a concrete benefit

which could be claimed and earned by the fulfillment of a

precept.

All of the aforesaid should be self-evident in our own lives.

We live in a day and age of "bigness." Everything has to be
colossal and "super" to arrest our attention or engage our
interest. Unless a spectacle on TV can be labelled spectacular

it doesn't rate. The small business man quakes in his boots

while the chain store and huge business and industrial empires

swallow up everything in their wake. Life's tempo instead of

A Profile of Justine ise Poliler

MRS. JUSTINE WISE POLIER

The recent election of Judge

Justine Wise Polier of New York

City as chairman of the Execu-

tive Committee of the American

Jewish Congress, has raised a

minor problem in the minds of

some parliamentarians. How
should this distinguished per-

sonality be addressed at future

meetings of the AJC's top body?

"Madame Chairman?" or "Your

Honor?" or Your- Honor, Mad-

ame Chairman?"

If this question is ever put

directly to Judge Polier, it will

be characteristic of her to shrug

it off with a comment such as

"Let's move forward to more

important matters." For Judge

Polier is one of the busiest wom-
en in New York City, and, in-

deed, in America. Groups

throughout the country who
have heard her speak with at-

test not only to the tightness of

her schedule, but also to her

preoccupation with broad issues

and basic principles.

The election of a women to the

second highest post in the na-

tional Jewish agency pledged to

preserving and extending Ameri-

can democracy and to assuring

the unity and survival of the

Jewish people, is an event of con-

siderable significance to the or-

ganized Jewish community,

which always applauds the work

of a woman executive—but gen-

erally restricts her talents to a

women's organization. The elec-

tion of Judge Polier to a top pol-

icy-making position, however,

has several additional elements

of interest: Judge Polier is the

daughter of Rabbi Stephen Wise.

She is one of the nation's out-

standing women jurists, a rec-

ognized authority on child wel-

fare and juvenile delinquency.

Jews here and abroad know her

as a vigorous and unwavering

champion of Israel and as a

strong proponent of the cause of

Jewish Peoplehood. American

civil libertarians consider her

one of the nation's most out-

spoken and fearless defenders of

our democratic way of life.

Persons acquainted with Judge

Polier's recent powerful address,

"Back to What Woodshed?"
(published in March, 1956, as a

Public Affairs Pamphlet) and

her book, "Everyone* Children

—

Nobody's Child," a standard

work on the subject of children's

courts, cannot help but wonder
where she acquired her many
deep interests and her strong

motivation to act with such in-

formed authority in assorted

fields. One answer lies in her

biography.

Born in Portland, Ore., Judge
Polier studied at Bryn Mawr,
Radcliffe, Barnard, and at the

International Labor Office in

Geneva. She recived her law de-

gree from Yale Law School

where she won academic honors

and served on the editorial board

of the Yale LawT Journal. During

her term at Radcliffe, she man-
aged to work at Boston's famed
settlement house, the Elizabeth

Peabody House. Upon graduat-

ing from Barnard, she worked

in textile factories in New Jer-

sey and conducted a study of ra-

cial and social factors in indus-

try. The birth of a son and re-

search in workmen's compensa-

tion occupied the year between

her graduation from Yale and

her admission to the New York
Bar.

Shortly after her admission to

the Bar, Judge Polier was ap-

pointed the first woman Referee

in the Workmen's Compensation

Division of the New York State

Department of Labor. Later, as

Assistant Corporation Counsel

of New York City, she reorgan-

ized the work of the city's Com-
pensation Division. She served

as Secretary and Counsel to

Mayor LaGuardia's Committee
on Unemployment Relief and

Counsel to the Emergency Re-

lief Bureau. In 1935, Mayor La-

Guardia appointed her to her

first term as a judge. Last fall,

she was reappointed to her third

term. Her official title: Justice

of the Domestic Relations Court

of the City of New York.

In 1941 Judge Polier took a

leave of absence from the bench

to serve as a special adviser to

Mrs. Eleanor Roosevelt at the

Office of Civil Defense in Wash-
ington. Since the war years, she

has been able to devote added

attention to her many activities

;

The New York Citizen's Com-
mittee on children, of which

she is vice-president. The
Louise Wise Service of New-

York, an adoption service, which

she heads; the Mayor's Com-
mission on Foster Care; the

Wiltwyck School ; and the Field

Foundation.

Prior to her elevation as chair-

man of AJ Congress' Executive

Committee, she was the dynamic
and resourceful president of

AJC's national Women's Divi-

sion and an AJ Congress vice-

president, and in these capaci-

ties travelled tirelessly to meet
with members all over the coun-

try.

Judge Polier's activities ex-

tend beyond the borders of this

nation. She was the leader in

the nation-wide effort under-

taken by AJ Congress' Women's

Division to build Israel's first

youth center for young people

of all races and religions. She
flew to Israel to open the hostel,

which bears the name of her

mother—the Louise Waterman
Wise Youth ' Center. She has,

moreover, served as a member
of the Executive of the World
Jewish Congress, the spokesman
for Jewish communities in 64

nations. This past January,

Judge Polier participated in a

meeting of that world body in

London.

The biography would be in-

complete without a personal

note: she is married to a New
York attorney, Shad Polier, one

of the leaders of the American
Jewish Congress, and chairman
of its Commission on Law and
Social Action, with whom she

has worked side by side in many
fields. She is the mother of

three children.

A second "key" to an under-

standing of Judge Polier's per-

sonality and activities lies in

her capacity for moral indigna-

tion. Injustice, bigotry, social

ills, bureaucratic stupidity or

timidity, infringements of Con-
stitutional rights — all these

rouse her to strong action. Un-
feeling, unthinking, or unsympa-
thetic treatment of the young-
sters who come before her in the

courts, for example, has fre-

quently caused her to decry a

complacent and indifferent citi-

zenry which tolerates such con-

ditions. Politicians who believe

that they can solve the problem
of juvenile delinquency by pass-

ing more stringent laws punish-
ing children have felt the lash of

her tongue, as well as the full

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Louis Marshall-
Champion of Human Rights

The following article is timely in view of the 100th aniversary of the birth of

Louis Marshall, notable, if somewhat controversial figure in American Jewry.

One day in the winter of 1911,

February 15, to be exact, the

President of the United States,

William Howard Taft, invited a

number of Jewish leaders to vis-

it him at the White House. It

was not a day chosen at random,

for on the next day hearings on

the Parsons resolution were to

begin before a Congressional

Committee. The resolution was
a straightforward one. It called

for the abrogation of a commer-
cial treaty between the United

States and Russia — a treaty

which had been in force since

1832. It was not a light matter

for the President, nor indeed for

the Jewish leaders.

President Taft's views were
based simply on the proposition

that it was too late to do any-

thing by denouncing the treaty.

Indeed, he was well aware of

what the principal problem was
for the men who were visiting

him. The problem was that ever

since 1880 the government of

the Czar—in violation of the

treaty—had been refusing visas

to Americans. Not to all Ameri-
cans, of course, but to certain

minorities. Two such minority

groups which were denied visas

were Roman Catholic and Prot-

estant missionaries. But by far

the largest single category of

those discriminated against was
that of American Jewry.

Mr. Taft stressed to these men
that the Government of the

United States had long protested
<• gainst this practice to no avail.

He said that long-continued

abuse of the treaty had render-

ed impractical the logical course
— to abrogate the treaty. But
the Jewish leaders, with all due
respect, disagreed. And begin-

ning on the ne::t day, they pre-

sented their case. The principal

witness for their contention was

an attorney, Louis Marshall.

And he made an important

point. The trouble with contin-

ued negotiation, he said, was
that it might find the conscience

of America growing ever more
faint, until, from sheer weari-

ness, "gradually we will read in-

to this treaty an acquiescence

with the Russian doctrine of dis-

crimination among citizens and

of a discrimination among men
by reason of their faith." Never-

theless, the Parsons resolution

and a similar one introduced in-

to the Senate by Senator Charles

Culbertson of Texas were allow-

ed to die when the congressional

session closed.

But the determination of

those who spoke for America's

conscience had not grown weak-

er. New resolutions were intro-

duced, and the following winter,

on December 11, 1911, the House
Committee on Foreign Affairs

met to consider the new Sulzer

Resolution. Once again Louis

Marshall was the chief spokes-

man—and his feats were pro-

digious. His citations, his mem-
ory of obscure points of law,

his calling of witnesses, his nev-

er-ending mastery of the facts,

amazed those who witnessed

the proceedings. When he was
through, the action was a fore-

gone conclusion. The resolution

was reported favorably to the

House by unanimous vote and it

passed the House with one dis-

senting vote.

Two days later, Louis Mar-
shall appeared before the Senate

Foreign Relations Committee as

first and principal witness.

When testimony was completed,

Senator Henry Cabot Lodge
made a report to President Taft.

The Senator's report was simple

and straightforward enough.

Unless the President denounced

the treaty, the Senate would en-

dorse the House Resolution

unanimously.

The die was cast. President

Taft informed the Russian Gov-

ernment that the United States

was determined to abrogate the

treaty. In accordance with the

one year notice required by the

terms of the accord, therefore,

he informed the Czar's govern-

ment that the treaty would lapse

as of December 31, 1912.

Now Louis Marshall would

have been the first to protest

that he was not alone in the

fight and that the facts, as we
have here recited them, did not

do sufficient justice to those

others who fought the fight

with him. But we think that the

emphasis here given to the role

played by the man whose 100th

birthday we mark this year, do

no grave injustice. Louis Mar-

shall was a fighter for these

rights and we do him honor in

just proportion to his great ac-

complishments.

The depth of his commitment
to the rights of others is exem-
plified by more than his struggle

for the rights of American Jews,

for his sympathies were not

confined to the group to which

he happened to belong.

Take, as one example among
many, the case of the famous
"white primary" law. Texas had
passed a law specifically exclud-

ing Negro citizens from Demo-
cratic primary elections in that

state. The National Association

for the Advancement of Colored

People took the case to the Su-

preme Court, contesting the

right of a political party to ex-

clude Negro citizens from a pri-

mary in a state where a victory

in the primaries was an assur-

ance of victory at the general

election to follow. In March,

1927, the Supreme Court hand-

ed down a unanimous decision

that the state law was uncon-

stitutional. And the attorney

who represented the NAACP,
who was also a member of the

Association's board of directors,

was Louis Marshall.

That case was but one among
many such, and the testimony of

his work in such causes comes
from one better qualified than

this writer. This is what the

late Walter White, who headed
the NAACP for many years, had
to say ten years after Marshall's

death: "In the life of Louis

Marshall I find the living testi-

mony to the firm belief that

Negro and Jewish citizens of

this cunotry have a common
this country have a common
the fight for the full fruition of

the democratic ideal in America,

an ideal that knows no race,

creed, or color."

Or take another example of

Louis Marshall's almost-pro-

phetic sense of the unity of the

fight for minority rights. In

November, 1922, the voters of

Oregon passed a law in a special

election which made it a crime

for "any parent, guardian, or

other person" to "fail or neglect-

or refuse to send ... a child to

a public school" while the child

was between the ages of eight

and sixteen. Some citizens of

Oregon who were Roman Cath-

olics, challenged the law in the

courts. The courts of their own
state upheld the law and an ap-

peal was taken to the Supreme
Court. And that court held that

parents could educate their chil-

dren in any way they saw fit,

provided only that the educa-

tion given them met the stand-

ards set by a state or municipal-

ity. And the attorney represent-

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Judaism and Christianity
By DR. ELLIS RIVKIN

Responsibility for the death of

Jesus was placed squarely at the

door of Roman imperialism by

one of the nation's outstanding

younger historians, Dr. Ellis

Rivkin. Speaking at the ninth

annual B'nai B'rith Institute of

DR. ELLIS RIVKIN

Judaism held at Wildacres, Lit-

tle Switzerland, N. C, August

oth-9th, Dr. Rivkin, professor of

history at the Hebrew Union

College, said that Roman rule

felt it was threatened by the

preachings of Jesus concerning

an imminent kingdom of God
and therefore ordered him cruci-

fied.

This is proved by the notation

over the cross which read,

"Jesus of Nazareth, King of the

Jews," and also by the taunts of

the procurator, Pontius Pilate,

Dr. Rivkin maintained. Had the

people called for freedom for

Jesus they would immediately

have been guilty of revolution,

since such an appeal would have

represented a denial of the au-

thority of Rome. Pilate would

not have hesitated to turn on

them had they given an open

expression of disloyalty.

Dr. Rivkin's subject was "Ju-

daism and Christianity." Other

faculty members were Dr. Ber-

nard J. Bamberger, rabbi of

West End Synagogue, New York
City, and distinguished author,

who spoke on "The Bible: A
Modern Jewish Approach;" and
Rabbi Norman Frimer, director

of the B'nai B'rith Hillel Foun-

dation at Brooklyn College, who
discussed "The World of the

Talmud."

Roman imperial rule, Dr. Riv-

kin explained, was maintained

by procurators who were solely

interested in the welfare of the

Empire and in the suppression

of discontent. To aid them in

their efforts, the procurators

obtained the collaboration of all

pro-Roman elements among the

upper classes and the priest-

hood. They especially depended
on the help of the High Priests

whom they appointed. Their
value was based on their ability

to ferret out dissidents and rev-

olutionaries. Pontius Pilate was
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one of the cruelest of procura-

tors. When it was reported that

Jesus was preaching the immi-

nent coming of the kingdom of

God, Caiaphas, one of the most

devoted of the pro-Roman High
Priests, had Jesus arrested be-

cause such doctrine clearly im-

plied the displacement of Roman
rule. He was aided by a council,

made up of other collaboration-

ists appointed by the High
Priest. This council is not to be

confused with the Pharisaic

Beth Din, which had no relation-

ship whatsoever to the procura-

tor and had no jurisdiction in

cases involving revolutionary or

subversive activity. Both were

called sanhedrin, which is simp-

ly the Greek word for council or

gathering.

The historical Jesus won few

followers until Paul enunciated

the redemptive character of the

theological Jews, Dr. Rivkin

said. Christianity failed to win

over the Jews as a whole because

Pharisaic Judaism, through the

synagogue, the observance of

mitzvoth and circumcision, and

its concept of monotheism offer-

ed Jews a total system of salva-

tion that encompassed all of life.

"The survival of Judaism in

the face of Christian competi-

tion testifies not only to the vi-

tality of Pharisaic Judaism but

also the role that Jews and Juda-

ism are destined to play in man-
kind's history," Dr. Rivkin con-

tinued. "The fate of the Jew be-

came inextricably interwoven

with the fate of many civiliza-

tions and ultimately involves the

fate of all mankind. Its destiny

is to proclaim, through its con-

tinued existence, the ultimate

recognition of the unity of God,

the brotherhood of man, and the

universality of God's law for all

mankind," he concluded.

Dr. Arnold N. Lowan, professor of

physics at Yeshiva University, has

been granted a leave of absence for

the academic year 1956-1957, to join

the Radiaiion Laboratory of the Uni*

versity of California at Livermore,
it was announced by Dr. Samuel Bel-

kin, president of Yeshiva University.

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QUAMRAN and CHRISTIANITY
By LEO PFEFFER

Interest in the Dead Sea Scrolls continues unabated. In our Septem-
ber issue appeared a splendid article by the Sage of Danville DrSamuel Newman. The following additional inofrmation is bv' Leo
Pteffer, associated with the American Jewish Congress.

* THEEDITOR.

As each new article or book in

a rapidly growing literature on
the Dead Sea Scrolls is publish-

ed, the overshadowing question
of the relationship of the Qum-
ran sect to the origins of Chris-

tianity comes into sharper fo-

cus.. It is vain for conservative

scholars to attempt to discour-

age speculation by warning
against premature conclusions

and urging patience until all or

most of the scrolls and frag-

ments are deciphered and pub-
lished. The fact that this may
take more than half a century is

not conducive to patience even
if the question were not of so

burning a nature.

That many religiously com-
mitted Christians are disturb-

ed by the trend of events is evi-

denced by the frequent sermons
and statements by clergymen
and scholars assuring the faith-

ful that they have nothing to

fear and that the reported af-

finity between the Qumran com-
munity and the origins of Chris-

tianity, if not entirely baseless,

is certainly greatly aggravated.

It is not without significance

that a Roman Catholic writer of

a scholarly article uses the word
"atheistic" to characterize some
of the speculation.

The person chiefly respon-

sible for connecting Qumran
and Christianity is the French

ex-Catholic priest and Biblical

scholar, A. Dupont-Sommer. His
theories have recently received

substantial corroboration in a
series of three radio addresses

delivered over the British

Broadcasting System by anoth-

er ex-Catholic, John Allegro.

Although Allegro does not refer

to Dupont-Sommer in his ad-

dresses and differs with him in

a number of details, the sub-

stance of Allegro's views is in

remarkable agreement with

those of Dupont-Sommer. In-

deed, he sees even a closer af-

finity between the Dead Sea
Scrolls and the origins of Chris-

tianity than does Dupont-Som-
mer.

Allegro is one of the team of

eight Gentile scholars working
on the scrolls at the Rockefeller

Museum in the Arab part of

Jerusalem. (No Jewish scholar

may enter Jordan.) He is also on

the Semitic faculty at the Uni-

versity of Manchester where
the Dead Sea copper scroll has

recently been unrolled. In both

capacities he has had access to

scrolls and fragments not yet

published.

According to Allegro, the

background of the Qumran com-
munity extends to the Hassidim

(extremely pious) of the Macca-

bean revolt against Antiochus

Epiphanes. The Hassidim, pro-
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genitors of both the Pharisees

and the Essenes, were concerned

only with that aspect of the re-

volt which involved religious lib-

erty. After complete freedom of

worship was won, they lost in-

terest in the further struggles

of the Hasmoneans, first for po-

litical independence and later

for imperial aggrandizement.

There were misgivings among
the pious when the Hasmoneans
assumed the high priesthood

;

and there were further misgiv-

ings when they assumed as well

the status of secular princes.

The misgivings grew in inten-

sity when they adopted Greek

names and allied themselves

with the pro-Hellenistic Sad-

ducees, the aristocratic, priestly

caste who had been the Tory al-

lies of the Syrians during the

Maccabean revolt.

The matter reached a climax

in the reign of the priest-prince

Alexander Jannai, grandson of

Simon, brother of Judah Macca-

bee. Though Jannai was not of

the Zadokite line and as son

of a captive was in any event

legally disoualified from the

High Priesthood, he was never-

theless accepted by the people,

including the Hassidim, on his

assumption of the sceptre and

the priestly robes. Indeed, it may
be that Psalm 2, which is an

acrostic reading "To Jannai and

his Wife," was written in cele-

bration of his ascension and

marriage. Later, however, as he

swayed ever closer to Hellenism

and engaged in predatory wars,

the estrangement between him-

self and the pious became in-

creasingly serious. Of great in-

Fish Salad

The breaking point was reach-

ed during the Feast of Taber-

nacles in the year 05 B.C.E.

Openly displaying his contempt

for the Pharisaic ceremony of

water libation, Jannai, while

conducting services in his capa-

city as High Priest, poured the

water on the ground rather

than on the altar. The shocked

congregation in the Temple

spontaneously pelted him with

their ethrogim (citrons). En-

raged, Jannai loosed his Gentile

mercenaries upon the congrega-

tion, slaughtering thousands of

them and driving many others

into the desert. It was this inci-

dent, according to Allegro, that

drove from Jerusalem those who
established the Qumran com-

munity on the shores of the

Dead Sea.

The leader of the sect was a

remarkable person, a priest,

(presumably of the Zadokite

line) known to his followers as

the Teacher of Righteousness

and not otherwise identifiable.

He apparently was a very pow-

erful personality who organized

the exodus, established the com-

munity at Qumran and was

largely responsible for its rules,

discipline and dogma. He was

probably the author of at least

some of the hymns of the Qum-
ran sect, whose members, at

least after his death, identified

him as the person alluded to in

many Biblical verses.

Probably a decade after the

sect had established itself at

Qumran, Jannai, called by them

the Wicked Priest, descended

upon the community, dragged

forth the Teacher of Righteous-

ness and delivered him to the

Gentile mercenaries to be cruci-

fied, a form of death particular-

ly renugn^nt to Judaism. After

Jannai left, the scattered rem-

nants of the community return-

ed, took down the broken body

of the Teacher to stand guard

over it until Judgment Day,

which they believed was shortly

at hand. Then the Teacher

would rise again and lead his

faithful flock to a New Jeru-

salem.

The sect regarded the cruci-

fied Teacher of Righteousness

as the "Anointed of Aaron," the

Messianic High Priest who
would act as mediator between

God and His people and would
be the supreme interpreter of

God's law. The sect also looked

forward to the coming of an
'Anointed of Israel," or Mes-
siah of the Davidic line, who
would exercise the executive

powers and duties in the New
Kingdom, in a capacity definite-

ly subordinate to the Aaronic

Messiah.

It is quite clear that the sect

at first considered the two Mes-
siahs as separate and distinct in-

dividuals and, according to Al-

legro, identified only the Priest-

ly Messiah with the Teacher of

Righteousness. (A two-column

fragment, which might have

been connected to the Manual of

Discipline, describes an eschato-

logical feast at which the Priest-

ly Messiah, sitting at the head

of the table, blesses bread and

wine which he then passes on to

the Davidic Messiah, sitting at

a lower level among the laity)

.

Dupont-Sommer had suggest-

ed that in the second stage of

the history of the sect, i.e., after

the return from Damascus, the

two Messiahs merged into a sin-

gle personality, and it is quite

true that the Zadokite Fragment
(the Damascus Document)

speaks in the singular of a "Mes-

siah of Aaron and Israel." It

was this trinitarian individual

—

Teacher-Priest-Prince — which

Dupont-Sommer suggests anti-

cipated on Jesus. Allegro, on the

other hand, believes that the

two became only the Messiah of

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Aaron, and that Jesus the Naza-

rene may have later filled the

distinct role of the Messiah of

David.

The resemblance between
Qumran and Christianity, point-

ed out by Dupont-Sommer and

expanded and substantiated by

Allegro, is striking. In both, a

divinely appointed leader, whose
coming was foretold by the

prophets, is persecuted by his

arch enemy, the High Priest,

and is caused by the latter to be

crucified by Gentiles. His fol-

lowers await his resurrection on

Judgment Day when the wicked

will be punished and the elect,

i. e., those who believe in him,

will be saved. Both established

an ascetic, communist, dramat-

ically governed community

whose sacraments were chiefly

ritual immersion or baptism,

ritual communal meals, study

(more pronounced in Qumran)
and prayer. Both called them-

selves a community of the "New
Covenant" or "New Testament,"

renewing the covenant with the

Lord that had been broken by

the perfidy of Israel. Both used

many distinctive terms such as

"those of the Why," "the Many,

"the poor ones," "the Elect of

God," "Children of Light," etc.

Both were subject to an inescap-

able sense of urgency, believing

the end of the present wicked

world order was almost at hand.

Just as the Christian church be-

lieves that the crucifixion of

Jesus atoned for the sins of man,

so the Qumran community saw
in the agonies of the Teacher of

Righteousness and his followers

an atonement for the iniquity

of the world. Vicarious suffer-

ing and vicarious atonement

•eem to be as deeply rooted in

the beliefs of the Sect as in the

t'ogma of Christianity.

The similarity of terms and

ideas in certain New Testament

writings with those of the Qum-
ran community was noted by a

number of other scholars and,

according to Allegro, has already

caused a minor revolution in

New Testament scholarship. For

example, the Gospel according to

St. John was generally believed

to be the latest of the gospels

and to have been affected by
late Greek influences.

tion through the Hoy Spirit, giv-

ing access to the knowledge of

God are all to be found in Qum-
ran documents.

There were, of course, many
differences between Qumran and
Christianity. For example, con-

temporary miracles, which play

so prominent a part in the New
Testament, appear to be absent

from the Sect's documents, with

the possible exception of the

slain Teacher's visual reappear-

ance — if Dupont-Sommer's ren-

dition of an unclear passage is

correct. Again, Christianity

from its inception was a mission-

ary movement, and under Paul's

influence, accessible to all simply

by professing belief, whereas the

Qumran community does not ap-

pear to have engaged in mission-

ary activity and did impose a

severe and long period of trial

before one could gain member-
ship in the community.

Perhaps the differences be-

tween Qumran and Christianity

exceed the similarities both in

number and significance. Yet it

should be noted that many Qum-
ran documents remain to be de-

ciphered and published, and

these constitute a potential

source for further similarities

;

Dupont-Sommer, it should be re-

membered, based his theories on

a far smaller amount of Qumran
literature than was available to

Allegro. Moreover, if Allegro's

dating is correct, more than a

century elapsed between the

death of the founder of the Qum-
ran and that of the founder of

Christianity, and during that

period Qumran concepts and
creeds undoubtedly underwent

modification, as the unification

of the two Messiahs indicates.

In any event, the clear simi-

larities between Qumran and

Christianity are so numerous

and so striking in significance,

that it is practically impossible

to ascribe them to coincidence.

Indeed, few Christian scholars

claim this or deny the probability

that the latter borrowed from
the former. The real and prob-

ably insoluble controversy is

whether the borrowing reached

to the vital core of Christianity

so as to impugn the uniqueness

and originality of its founder's

contribution. Conservative
churchmen strenuously deny

that this is even remotely pos-

sible, but the controversy is cer-

tain to grow in intensity and re-

main with us for many years.

ing the right of the Catholics

to send their children to paroch-

ial schools in Oregon was Louis

Marshall.

The number of those who owe
much to Louis Marshall is legion,

even if the story were confined

to his exploits outside the court-

room or the committee room.

When, in 1927, Henry Ford fi-

nally apologized for the dissem-

ination of the infamous "Proto-

cols of Zion" in his "Darborn In-

dependent," he made the first

apology to Louis Marshall —
who had been the general com-

manding the forces in the fight

against that slander. When
Louis Marshall, ill and tired in

1929, was urged to take a rest,

he replied that he could not, be-

cause he had to get back to work
in connection with an appear-

ance he had agreed to make be-

fore a Congressional committee

on behalf of the Association of

Indian Rights, and to continue

preparation of a brief of the

National Association for the Ad-
vancement of Colored People!

work on behalf of racial or re-

ligious minorities. In the politi-

cal field, too, he had the consist-

ent courage of his convictions.

In 1913, for example, he joined

in defending the right of five

Socialists to take the seats in

the New York Legislature to

which they had been elected

—

despite the unquestioned fact

that as a life-long Republican

he found their political views

completely abhorrent.

Louis Marshall's contributions

to what we call the "general wel-

fare" bulks so large they very

nearly drive the chronicler of

them to despair. He was a mem-
ber of a commission investigat-

ing slum conditions on New
York's Lower East Side in 1902,

chairman of the Commission on

Immigration appointed by New
York's the— Governor Charles

Evans Hughes, in 1909, a medi-

ator in the great clothing strike

of 1910, a member of the arbitra-

tion committee which setteld the

New York clothing strike of

1919, the first New Yorker ever

to serve at three state consti-

tutional conventions— in 1890,

1894, and 1915. The list is by
no means exhausted, but even a
partial recitation very nearly

beggars belief.

Yet, we think we are not amiss
now in devoting some space to

Louis Marshall, a Jew. His love

of his people played no small

part in his zeal for the general

good and, far from narrowing
his scope, expanded his vision.

Marshall was not a Zionist, but
he was an active figure in the

upbuilding of Palestine as a

place of settlement for Jews

—

an idea in which he believed.

He was a leader in the struggle

for the establishment of the

principle of minority rights at

the Versailles Peace Conference.

He played a major role in relief

efforts for the victims of the

First World War. He fought
against discriminatory immigra-
tion laws and anti-alien legisla-

tion. He was, of course, for

many years president of the

American Jewish Committee,
and it was in that capacity that

many of the fights he fought
were carried on. Before he suc-

ceeded Jedge Mayor Sulzberger

in that office, he had been active

as a leader of the group, though
a singularly self-effacing one.

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A man of broad sympathies,

he encompassed within himself

many aspects of Jewish life

which lesser men might have

considered mutually contradic-

tory. But it is not surprising

to learn that he was at one and

the same time president of Tem-
ple Emanu-El, a great Reform
institution (it was, incidentally,

during his administration that

the merger between Emanu-El
and Temple Beth El was effect-

ed) and chairman of the board

of directors of the Jewish Theo-

logical Seminary of America the

academic capstone of Conserva-

tive Judaism in America. Nor is

it surprising to hear that in an

era when the bitterness between

the East European Jews who
crowded New York's near-to-

bursting East Side against the

earlier German Jewish arrivals

was not nearly so invisible as it

is in our own day, Louis Mar-

shall, a strikingly public repre-

sentative of the latter group was
a figure of affection among the

former. Or to learn that this

man of the world, in the best

sense of that often-abused term,

was deeply religious and that it

has been said that when Jewish

clinets were in his office late in

the afternoon, he would have

them join in the Mincha service.

Of controversies there were,

needless to say, many in his long

career as a Jewish leader. But

it is curious how they fade when
measured against the record of

achievement—his own and those

of his opponents, no less. The
struggles were over matters of

principle. They included the

sharp battle over the methods

of representation for minority

rights at the Versailles Confer-

ence, the struggle attending the

formation of the American Jew-

ish Congress, the question of

Zionism. Yet Marshall was large-

ly a force for compromise. In-

deed, his last public act as Jew-

ish leader, in the year of his

death, was to set his signature

to the constitution of the en-

larged Jewish Agency.

The most striking thing about

Marshall's career, viewed in ret-

rospect, is the amazing relevance

of most of it to the issues of our

own day. American Jewish citi-

zens are being discriminated

against even yet by other coun-

tries than Russia in our own day

—and Louis Marshall's words

about the American conscience

could be re-inscribed in Congres-

sional Record at this minute

with profit to all. Demagogues
are abroad in the land, setting

one against another— and the

Louis Marshall of the Oregon

school case and the Texas "white

primary" case would need no re-

fresher course to appear as

counsel for the disenfranchised

and the victims of bigotry. And
one would not have to make any

of his addresses of an earlier

day to set them against the de-

fenders of discrimination in im-

migration in our here and now.

Of him, more than of many of

whom it is too quickly said, we
can say, "We miss him."

Room For Disagreement
Peace of mind, and its companion, security, have been ac-

cepted for so long as an aim in the lives of most of us that it

comes as somewhat of a shock to read of the statements made at

the recent 4th Annual B'nai B'rith Institute of Judaism, held

in Estes Park, Colorado. There Dr. Marvin Fox, philosophy

professor at Ohio State University, and widely known Talmud-
ic scholar, asserted that "it is a distortion of Judaism to teach

that its aim is peace of mind." He went on to say further that

emphasis on peace of mind as an objective is "the greatest fraud

perpetrated in recent times within Judaism."

If we include in our concept of peace of mind the idea of

lassitude, laiser-faire, once the state is reached, there is much
to be said for the Ohio professor's viewpoint. One does not

have to delve too far back into history to realize that many of

our inventions, and much that is best in our literature and arts,

are the result of an unwillingness on the part of individuals to

accept status quo. If contentment with one's lot had been uni-

versally accepted we would miss much that is good in our cur-

rent civilization. We know, for example, that much of Oliver

Goldsmith's fine writing was "born of hunger." Peace of mind,
and security, presume, among other things, lack of a need to

worry about material conditions. And yet, if there hadn't been
that worry . . . often the actual need for day-to-day survival,

many of our finest achievements would never have seen the

light of day.

Despite this line of argument, we doubt very much if the

words of Professor Fox will deter many of us from longing for

the time when we will have no worries or cares. This will still

be the goal toward which most of us will continue to head. Hu
man nature being what it is, most of us will be satisfied to leave-

invention and fine artistic achievement to the other fellow. We
would rather be assured of an old age of comfort and ease.

Noteworthy News From Israel

We have had, of necessity, to keep our eyes and ears open
for word of Israel on the political front for so long that we may
have missed some of the news items that have come from there

that are of interest, largely because they would seem to indicate

that the State is gradually conforming to a pattern that is quite
familiar to us here in the United States.

Among the events recently recorded is the establishment
of -the first country club there. It is the Sobion Sports and En-
tertainment Club, located to the east of the city of Tel Aviv.

Despite the fact that its name is not Shady Knoll, or something
similar, according to reports it could take its place with some of

the swankiest country clubs in the United States, what with a

line golf course, swimming pool, air-conditioned restaurant,

bars, buffets, card-rooms and gymnasium. Its 450-limit mem-
bership has been greatly oversubscribed, leaving a large wait-

ing list. It is to be assumed that there will be no disc rimination

on the score of religion. Its membership has been thus far lim-

ited to wealthy business folks, and foreign diplomats.

From a totally different direction come word of a Boys

Town, in Jerusalem. However, the information seems to in-

dicate that save for the name, this endeavors has little re-

semblance to the famous Boys Town in Omaha, Nebraska. The
Jerusalem Boys Town is a trade-School that supplies to talented

Jewish boys the equivalent of junior and senior high school

curricula.

A third item that has caught this eye tells of the staging of

Israel National Baseball Week, the time corresonding to that

of our World Series here. It is supposedly the fore-runner of

plans to launch the game of baseball in Israel on a large scale.

This project was sponsored by the ZOA Daniel Frisch House,

in Tel Aviv.

There may be some lifting of eye-brows over the establish-

ment of the country club. There has always been the inference

of class distinction in social grotips of this kind, and this would
be somewhat of a departure from the founding Israeli philoso-

phy. It may also be occasion for comment that the need for an

austerity economy seems to be abating.

Taking these items, together with our previously com-

mented-on evidence of color discrimination in Israel, they all

seem to point to the fact that the State, not yet 10 years old, is

rapidly taking on all of the aspects, favorable and otherwise, of

its sister countries. For many this is rather a hopeful sign. No
one among Israel's many friends would want it to be con-

spicuous as bizarre. It is far better to be normal, even if nor-

mality precludes Utopia.

Louis Dembitz Brandeis
November 13th marks the one hundredth anniversary of

the birth of Louis Dembitz Brandeis, jurist, author, and ardent

Zionist. His impact on American Jewish life is attested to in

the naming in his honor, of Brandeis University, in Waltham.
Massachusetts.

Justice Brandeis was educated at Harvard University. Ap-
pointed in 1916 by then President Woodrow Wilson, to the

United States Supreme Court, he left upon his resignation in

1939, a record for fairness and an acumen that is reflected in

his decisions — appreciated more as the years go by.

Justice Brandeis truly may be rated as one of American
Jewry's immortals.

For Doctors.
My friend Mr. Gimmel comes

up to me with a long cardboard

cylinder which, as it turns out,

contained a handsomely printed

scroll

(Mr. Gimmel lately has been

bringing me matters to write

about . . . this and then, again

that. His name really isn't Gim-

mel; as he says, "You might as

well call me Daled; only so you

never use my right name. I have

no use for publicity for myself."

Romoving the scroll from its

container, he says, "Segal, this

is what you might call a pre-

scription for doctors. They're

constantly handing out prescrip-

tions to you and me. so let's hand

them one. It's by the famous
Jewish doctor, Amatus Lusitan-

us, and is good medicine for

doctors."

(Doctors, as I happend to

know, are Mr. Gimmel's favorite

whipping boys, you might say.

In moments when, for the time

being, he has exhausted philoso-

phy, religion and politics he

takes up doctors
;
particuarly on

days after the mails have brough

him a doctor's bill. I myself, of

course, tell him we should be

thankful for doctors ; the way a

guy begins to feel better the

moment the doctor comes to his

bedside and takes hold of his

wrist.)

"Why should a doctor need a

prescription?" I ask Gimmel. "A
doctor can well write his own,

and who are you and I to hand
out a prescription to anyone,

least of all a doctor?"

Impatiently Mr. Gimmel un-

rolls the scroll . . . "Please read",

he says. Across the top the title

is printed: "Oath of Amatus
Lusitanus"; at the bottom it

reads: "Courtesy of the Ameri-
can Jewish Archives. Jacob R.

Marcus, Director, on the Cincin-

nati campus of Hebrew Union
College-Jewish Institute of Re-

ligion-Nelson Glueck, President."

"But who is Lusitanus?" I ask

and for reply Gimmel points to

footnote that reads: "Amatus
Lusitanus (Juan Rodrigo de Cas-

tel-Branco) was a Portuguese

Jewish physician and scientist

who fled from his native country

to escape the Inquisition. He was
called in as a consultant during

the illness of Pope Julius III.

Amatus died in 1568. The above

oath was originally published in

Latin, at the end of the sixth

volume of his Centuries (Flor-

ence 1551.)"

"Read all of it . . . the whole

prescription", Mr. Gimmel keeps

urging. So I read as Dr. Amatus
Lusitanus wrote it: "I swear by
the Eternal God and by His ten

most holy commandments . . .

that I have never at any time

done anything in these my treat-

ments save what inviolate faith

handed down to posterity; that

I have never feigned anything,

added nothing or changed any-

thing for the sake of gain; that

I have always striven after this

one thing, namely that benefit

might spread forth to mankind

;

that I have praised no one, and
censured no one, merely to in-

dulge in private passions, unless

zeal for truth demanded this. If

I lie, may I incur the eternal

wrath of God and His angel

Raphael, and may I not succeed

according to my intent in any
of my medical work."

Having read thus far, I turn

to Mr. Gimmel: "Isn't that what
almost every doctor knows and
tries to live up to. It's like aspi-

rins which everybody knows and
uses. Call this a prescription?"

"But read Dr. Lusitanus' next

paragraph", Gimmel insists.

"That really tells how to make
out doctors' bills. Read that one,

Segal!" So I read: "Concerning

the remuneration which is com-
monly given to physicians, I
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have not been anxious for this,

but I have treated many, not

only zealously, but even with-

out pay; and have unselfishly

and unswervingly refused sev-

eral rewards offered by many
people; and have rather sought

that the sick might, by my care

and diligence, recover their best

health than that I might become
richer by their liberality. All

men have been considered equal

by me of whatever religion they

were, whether Hebrews. Chris-

tians or the followers of the

Moslem faith ... I have accord-

ed the same care to the poor as

to those born in exalted rank . . .

In prescribing drugs I have ex-

ercised moderation in proportion

as the powers of the sick man
allowed."

"I say that's a great, good doc-

tor", Mr. Gimmel exulted.

"Never asked much for himself

. . . never was struck up his rea-

son of his prestige . . . cared as

much for obscure patients as

for the big-shots . . . didn't care

much about the monev in it.

Read the rest of it, Segal; it's

like beautiful music for me to

listen to."

Well, Amatus Lusitanus went

on to say : "I have always held up
to myself Hippocrates and Ga-

len, the fathers of the medical

art, as examples worthy of being

followed by me, and the records

of many other excellent men in

the medical art have not been

scorned by me.

"In my method of studying, I

have been eager that no task,

however difficult, could lead me
away from the reading of good

authors, neither the loss of pri-

vate fortune, nor frequent jour-

neys, nor yet exile, which, as be-

fits a philosopher, I have thus

far borne with calm and invinci-

ble courage. And the many stu-

dents which I have thus far had

I have always considered my
sons, have taught them very

frankly, and have urged them to

strive to conduct themselves like

good men.

"I have published my books

Mourns Sol Fass

In the death of Sol Fass, of

Portsmouth, Va., American
Jewry lost one of its outstanding

leaders. He was not alone an ex-

emplary citizen of his home

town, but a stalwart in national

B'nai B'rith, and other endeav-

ors. The esteem in which he

was held is well amplified in the

following editorial appearing in

the Portsmouth Times.

Sol Fass, First Citizen, Dies

The death of Sol Fass, 61, one

of Portsmouth's most active

citizens for many years, August

27, came as a shock to hundreds

of local citizens. Mr. Fass took

much interest in various facets

of our community life over a

long period and was honored by

his fellow citizens for his great

work in 1948 when he was
chosen as our "First Citizen."

The seafood business which

his father had originally found-

ed grew immensely after the

30's and became widely known
throughout the South. Much of

the seafood brought into Ports-

mouth by trawlers was packed

and shipped at the Isaac Fass,

Inc., plant, and found its way
to hundreds of cities inland and

along the coast.

Sol Fass had great energy and

much human interest in agencies

that work for and aid the under-

privileged and the unfortunates.

He was actively interested in

and strongly supported the

Traveler's Aid Society of Ports-

mouth since its inception. He
served as its president since

World War I. In 1946 he was
president of the Portsmouth

Area Community Chest. He also

was a past president of the

Portsmouth Chamber of Com-
merce and served that group

over a long period in many val-

ued capacities.

In fraternal work he served

as vice-president of the Supreme
Lodge of B'nai B'rith and he

was a past president of the State

Association of B'nai B'rith

lodges which include seven

Southern states. His great ac-

tivity in the lodge caused leaders

honor.

Mr. Fass also served as a

member of the Board of Trus-

tees of Temple Sinai and he was

a member of Gomley Chesed

Synagogue, here, and of Ohef

Sholem Temple in Norfolk.

He also was a charter member
of the Portsmouth Kiwanis Club

and in 1925 served as its presi-

dent. He gave much of his time

and energy to Kiwanis activity.

People who knew Sol Fass

well, knew of his tremendous

energy and his enthusiastic in-

terest in Portsmouth, his native

city. He believed it offered great

opportunity to industry and did

everything within his power to

help bring and to help develop

industry here.

Sol Fass liked people and his

interest kept him busy over

many years in their behalf. His

friends and acquaintances came
from many sections of the state

and the causes which he helped

to espouse always drew from

him a devoted interest.

Portsmouth will miss Sol Fass.

He loved his native city and was
always willing to give time,

money and effort in its behalf.

Sol Fass helped bring honor and

Chicken Frieassee

Cut off the wings, legs, and

neck of a large old fowl. Sepa-

rate the breast from the chic-

ken and cut it in half. Cut the

back into 2 pieces. Separate the

thighs at the joint. Prepare a

mixture of salt, ginger, and a

little pepper and dust each piece

of chicken with this mixture.

Melt all particles of fat removed

from the chicken in a large ket-

tle. Use 2 tablespoons of this

melted fat and remove the rest.

Brown a diced onion in the fat.

Add the chicken a few pieces at

a time and brown lightly. Add
3
/2 cup of diced celery and 1 cup

of hot water. Cover the pan

tightly and simmer until the

chicken is very tender. Add hot

water from time to time, so that

there is always about 1 cup of

liquor in the pan. When the

chicken is tender, mix 1 tea-

spoon of flour to a smooth paste

with a little cold water. Stir into

the gravy and cook and stir for

5 minutes. Serve with dumpl-

ings or biscuits, and garnish

with parsley.

Giblets

Heart, liver, and gizzard con-

stitute the giblets, and to these

the neck is usually added. Wash
well, cover with cold water, and

boil until very tender. Add more
water when necessary. The liver

will cook in 10 minutes, the rest

will take at least an hour. Cut

heart, liver, and gizzard into

very small pieces and add to

gravy. The stock may be used

to make the gravy.

Spanish Pie

Take 1 pint of cold chicken,

duck or any poultry. Cut it into

flakes and place it in a pudding

dish which has been lined with

a thin crust. On the layer of

meat place a layer of sweet red

peppers (seeds removed), cut in

slices; next, a layer of thinly

sliced sausage, and so on until

the dish is full. Over this pour

a glass of claret into which have

been rubbed 2 tablespoons of

flour. Cover with a thin crust of

pastry, and bake.

Chicken Spanish

Cut 4 broilers in pieces for

serving. Season with salt and

pepper and dredge in flour.

Brown in 2 tablespoons of hot

fat. Parboil 6 large red peppers

until soft, and rub them through

a sieve. Chop fine 2 small onions,

3 cloves of garlic, and i/^ cup

of capers. Add these to the pep-

pers and pour over the chicken.

Add enough water to cover, and

simmer until the chicken is ten-

der. In serving broilers, always

allow 1 whole one for each por-

tion, if a generous serving is

desired. For a small portion half

of a large broiler may be used.

Turkish Pilaf

Wash 1 cup of rice in cold

water. Drain, and stir into 2

cups of boiling soup stock. Mince

Vi of a medium-sized onion and

add. Cook until rice absorbs all

the stock. Add 1 cup of canned

tomatoes and cook until the rice

is tender. Add olive oil or chick-

en fat, salt and pepper to taste.

Cut a 3 pound chicken in

pieces for serving, and cook un-

til almost tender. An equal

amount of cold cooked chicken

or turkey may be used instead.

Cook in 2 tablespoons of chicken

fat until light brown. Place the

rice in greased pudding dish,

cover with the chicken, dot with

2 tablespoons of olive oil or

chicken fat, cover the dish, and

bake for 20 minutes in an oven

pre-heated to 350 degrees F.

Persian Chicken With Rice

Boil a 4-lb. chicken in 2 quarts

of water, adding a chopped

onion, a bay leaf, 6 whole

peppercorns, a tablespoon of

salt, a stick of cinnamon and a

bunch of sweet herbs. When the

meat is tender, remove the big

bones and cut the meat in pieces.

Strain the stock and add to it

a cup of well-washed rice. Cover

and boil 12 minutes then add a

cup of seeded raisins, a table-

spoon of fat, and the chicken.

Cover and cook gently until the

rice has taken up all the stock,

watching that it does not burn.

Serve hot, with a few chopped

almonds.

To Be Saved By The Minority

There are many lessons which the Festival of Chanukah can

teach our present generation. The glow of the candles brings

pleasure and warmth not only to the hearts of children, but also

injects a ray of hope and confidence in the minds of adults

living in an age of continuous and unmitigated crisis. In so

tragic an era as ours we should anticipate with pleasure the op-

portunity of singing songs of gladness and exchanging presents,

for we need urgently to dispel the fears and doubts ever en-

croaching upon us. Songs and games, gifts and delicacies are

thus more than means of entertaining our children; they be-

come an avenue of releasing the stark tensions every thinking

Jew is harboring in his soul.

Yet there is a supreme lesson, to our mind, taught by this

feast. It is contained in the phrase taken from the Book of

Maccabees, in reply to the frightened and doubtful attitude of

the average Jew as to the prospect of success of revolting against

the Syrian aggressor. Judah answrered: "With the God of

heaven it is all one to save by many or by few."

It is not easy to walk as a minority. Many a valiant man
has lost his way in the world because, in the end, he was unable
to carry through his struggle for existence without the support
and assent of the majority in whose midst he lived. Conformity
to the majority is an evil not confined to this generation. The
strength of numbers, of wealth and of social status was apparent
even to the men confronted with a lethal assault upon their

faith, their country, and their culture in the days of Antiochus
and the Maccabees.

Yet the few won the victory. They toiled without fear of

the supreme sacrifice for the values they cherished most. Be-
cause they prevailed in this uneven struggle, Judaism survived.
And so it has been in every age!

Realistic Aspect Of The Jewish Spirit

The great scientist, Albert Einstein, frequently wrote on
topics of Jewish interest, especially during his life in Princeton.
Among his essays is one in which he characterizes the Jewish
people as possessing three outstanding qualities: love of knowl-
edge, passion for justice, and the quest for personal independ-
ence. While the last quality mentioned may depend largely on
the extent of the area of actual contact within individual Jews,
the first two mentioned may receive its confirmation from ac-

tual happenings in the Jewish life of the past as well as on the

American Jewish scene of our generation.

Anyone who has become familiar with the dramatic event
of the last days of Judean subjection to the victorious Roman
legions in 70 A. D., when Rabbi Jochanan successfully escaped
from the destruction of Jerusalem to found an academy in

Javneh, will find a repetition of the saving of the Jewish heri-

tage by learned leaders again and again in the annals of history.

Aptly has the Torah been characterized as the "portable father-

land of the Jewish people." The quest for knowledge, dedica-

tion to the intellectual life, love of learning has ever character-

ized the strength of the Jewish spirit. Undoubtedly, without

this devotion to a heritage of learning, Jewish life would not

only have been empty of content, but hardly survivable. In

times when the European ideal was a thumb print, the ideal of

the Jew was the man of learning. And before then the fre-

quently denounced scribes were the real saviors of the Jewish

people. No class of people is without its fanatics, and there

were undoubtedly some scribes whose conduct may have been

reprehensible. But to denounce an entire class of people whose
productions were for the best interests of all those whose con-

cern is with the preservation of Biblical doctrines as basic to

civilization is hardly fair. But the scribes are coming into their

own as the result of scholars in all religious groups. And the

recently discovered scrolls of the Essene sect that lived near the

Dead Sea in the immediate generations before and after the

common era is further confirmation of the debt religious peo-

ple owe to the scribes. And what shall be said of the frequently

noted intellectual interests of young Jewish students today-
interests that in proportion far outnumber those of other

grousp — unless it is to point out that devotion to learning for

countless generations was bound to have its effect on people

throughout their history? Add to this the fact that the prowess

of some Jews in athletic sports at times, counterbalances the

danger of one-sidedness in a people's life, and you have further

proof that the intellectual phase of American Jewish life pre-

dominates as a characteristic of American Jewish youth in com-

parison with others. We do not like the setting of quotas in

schools, but explanation for its having been done is simply fur-

ther proof that non-Jews consider intellectual interests of Jews

as leading to a condition in professional vocations in which the

portion of our people will exceed that of the general popu-

lation.

There is more need for young people to seek an education

lor its own sake, especially along the lines of Jewish knowledge.

An educated Jewish laiety is now the greatest need of Ameri-

can Jewish life, as was the case in the mediaeval period of Jew-
ish history. That period in actual conditions only came to an

end for all Jews with the break-up of the Russian Pale of Settle-

ment as the result of the first war. Now that American Jewry is

the most important and influential community in the world-

Jewry, our young people should be encouraged to include

Jewish knowledge as part of their general cultural equipment
for living. It is along these lines that such institutions as schools

of Jewish education and colleges for Jewish studies should

work in attracting students to their halls of learning. Torah
has not been the exclusive possession of a particular class in the

life of the past. And if that can become the case in America, a

golden era may be established that will vie successfully with

that of Babylonia in the first millenium of the present era.

GORGEOUS OLD
TAILFEATHER

I was feeling very thankful to

my good friend, the new young

Rabbi Nathan M. Landman, for

sending me the brightest piece

of wisdom out of the heart of

Texas. Though it is very old

By ALFRED SEGAL

wisdom, I had almost forgotten

it. Somehow I hadn't heard of

it in recent years from older

rabbis. Not that they have for-

gotten it; it seems they just

haven't thought of pressing it

on mind and heart of this poor

sinner . . . me, that is . . . for a

longtime.

Maybe it takes a new young

rabbi to dig up old teaching and

make it as fresh and bright as

new again. Older rabbis like to

go searching for newer wisdom

... to be looked up to as philos-

ophers, sages and prophets on

their own . . . that is to say, they

are like the grand old hunter in

the fable. Perhaps you've heard

of him.

He was the one who all his life

was hunting for the Bird of Wis-

dom. As everybody knows this

Bird is very rare. It flies very

high ... at years of distance . . .

toward the sunlight. M.irksmen

are forever trying to bring it

down. And really, what a bless-

ing it would be for all of us

to have this wonderful Bird

brought down to the earth ! All

mankind could feel enlightened

forever. All its stupidities would

dissolve in the light of this

bright Bird . . . greed, hate, false

pride.-, and all that.

Well, this particular hunter

started shooting for the Bird

when he was a very young man.

Its gleaming white feathers daz-

zled his youthful eyes. Day after

day ... in all his days ... he

aimed for it . . . year after year,

until he became a bearded old

man . . . and finally, in an hour!

He aimed, and, lo, he hit it!

He kneeled with bowed head in

thankfulness . . . "0, great, good

God, who brings me the Bird." It

seemed to be descending to the

earth out of a remote region of

the universe ... "I have it! I

have it!" He called to all the

neighbors to come and welcome
the Bird with him. He waited

for it with open arms.

But even as he was looking up

so reverently at the falling ob-

ject ... as it came down closer

and closer ... he became aware
that it wasn't really the Bird.

He had hit only a tailfeather

of the Bird of Wisdom. "That's

all," he said, "just a tailfeather!

After almost 100 years of hunt-

ing the Bird, I get this tailfeath-

er."

His neighbors laughed: "Af-

ter 100 years he has only a tail-

feather! How funny!"

Then the aged hunter spoke

up to them : "Yes, no more than

a tail-feather ... a small tail-

feather of the Bird of Wisdom.
Just a bit of wisdom, yet how
good it is to have even such a

small portion of wisdom in the

stupid world !"

He took up hunting the Bird

through another 100 years.

I have told this story by way
of introducing the piece of wis-

dom that new young Rabbi

Landman has sent me . . . and

old, old, tail-feather but still so

grand, as if only the other day

it had fallen from the Bird. (It

was the ancient hunter Moses

who brought it down and left it

in the Book.)

Rabbi Landman (we call him
Dick for short) was ordained at

the Hebrew Union College just

last June and the other week be-

came chaplain of Bergstrom Air

Force Base near Austin, Texas.

For the Jewish airmen at the

base he had begun publishing a

Chapel Bulletin, and in the first
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issue he was introducing himself

to them: "Shalom Aleychem:

With these traditional words of

greeting allow me to introduce

myself to you as your chaplain

here at Bergstrom . . . Through

our association in worship, in

cultural and social programs,

drawing upon the many rich as-

pects of Jewish life and tradition

... we may all find enrichment,

exaltation and spiritual refresh-

ment as we turn to our daily

tasks in the service."

He would be giving his first

Sabbath service that week, and

in the Bulletin he printed a verse

out of the chapter of Deuteron-

omy he would be reading to

them that day: a verse of what

Moses said to the judges he had

appointed for Israel; "one of the

noblest ethical exhortations,"

Rabbi Landman described it.

Moses said to the judges:

"Hear the causes between your

brethren, and judge righteously

between every man and his

brothers, and the stranger that

it with him. Ye shall not respect

persons in judgment, but ye

shall hear the small as well as

the great
;
ye shall not be afraid

of the face of a man for the

judgment is God's, and the cause

that is too hard for you, bring it

unto me and I will hear it,"

Yes, that was the gorgeous

tail-geather Dick Landman had

dug out from the leaves of the

Book for the boys at Bergstrom.

It wasn't only for judges who

sit on high benches, but for all

us sinners who condemn people

by gossip, rumor or association,

who look down their noses at

the lesser in wealth and look up
to Cadillacs.

As Rabbi Landman himself

writes in his Bulletin for Berg-

strom boys: "If we ponder on
our own tendencies to make snap
judgments upon people before

we really know them, or to hold

'popular' opinions, so as not to

arouse the disapproval of some-

one whose position we fear, then

we can see how appropriate is

this verse in our time. And how
important it is, too, to know our

limitations so that when there is

a cause that is too hard, we can

humbly turn to someone with

more experience for proper

guidance."

Well, thanks much, Dick Land-
man, for this gorgeous tail-

feather out of the old Bird. It

should be handed around far and
wide to authorities and lawmak-
ers in Washington whose judg-

ments sometime are of politics,

prejudice or ignorance ... to

politicians all over the country

who during the past few months
of the Presidential campaign
where there's white and white

were pretending to see black

where black.

Russia's three million Jews

act as a sort of cryptic weather-

vane. Meet one, analyze him,

and you have a fluoroscope right

into the guts of the Soviet

scene in general.

When the Russian Jew lives

in terror you can be reasonably

certain the regime in power is

severe. When he is petrified

with fear it's a good bet the

regime is even worse. When the

Jew is merely afraid, it means
the regime is getting better.

I found the Russian Jew
afraid but not terrorized. Let's

say he was cautious. Everybody

[agrees Kremlin oppression of

[the Russian masses is easing,

[but the Jew isn't too sure of

[anything and he's not going to

[take chances.

Other Russians take chances.

[The Moscow milkman isn't

I afraid any more to stop an

American on the street, ex-

I change pleasantries, and admire

his necktie, dacron shirt, foun-

tain pen, and the good leather

soles of his shoes. They seem
delighted to discuss politics on
the streets of Moscow and Len-

ingrad. Sometimes they even
make little "concessions" to the

American point of view.

One Leningrad barber asked
me if it was true Americans used
germ warfare in Korea. Of
course the Soviet press insisted

this was true all during the Ko-
rean conflict. I said no, it was
not true. The Russian said,

Good. I'm happy to hear that."

Who started the Korean War?
You would only get one answer
in Russia two years ago. Today
the people like to admit they
don't really know.

Russians are friendly and
curious. One young man begged

me to stop by his office the fol-

lowing day and meet his boss.

When I arrived they were wait-

ing. Tea was bubbling in a shiny

brass samovar. The boss, editor

of a Soviet hunting and fishing

magazine, couldn't seem to stop

asking questions about Ameri-
ca's automobiles, washing ma-
chines, the many technical tri-

umphs that vault our standard

of living beyond the dreams of

an ordinary Soviet citizen. While
we talked secretaries poured in

from offices all over the build-

ing to take their first look at an
American.

Russians even gave me their

addresses and urged me to drop
them a line now and then. I may
have left Russia believing that

Stalin-day fear never really ex-

isted after all—if it hadn't been
for the Russian Jews.

The Jew was not so cordial

and uninhibited in Russia's "Be
Nice To Foreigners" campaign
of the New Look. He wasn't
even ready to stick his little toe

into the riptide of the New Look.
Practically every Jew I came

in touch with in Russia treated

me with reserve, suspicion, or
worse. They pretended to be
deeply disinterested in an
American co-religionist who had
come to Russia to make their

acquaintance and see how they
were getting along. I say pre-

tended because to me it's pre-

posterous that this coldness

could be genuine. Curiosity, if

not affection or affinity, should
logically have warmed the at-

mosphere enough for some lively

Jew-to-Jew exchange.

At the Moscow synagogue I

was conducted to the honor al-

tar. During the service I sat

there silently relishing the

grand welcome I thought would

be accorded me afterward. Af-

ter all, I was the first American
most of them had ever laid eyes

on. And now it's perfectly al-

right for Russians to welcome
Americans. Pravda said so.

Krushchev said so, and outside

hundreds of Russians had proved

that they enjoyed the new
Kremlin attitude toward for-

eigners.

In front of the huge syna-

gogue after the service I was
quickly surrounded by over a

hundred Jews. I thought it was
going to be like Oslo or Paris.

There our little bits of Hebrew
and Yiddish are passwords into

the homes and hearts of the

Jewish community.

I was in for a jolt. Conversa-

tion was limited to their violent

attacks on American policy and
my defense and explanation.

Other Russians asked hostile

questions, too, but at least they
gave me a chance to answer and
smiled when they said goodbye.

Here nobody waited or smiled.

No sooner did one finish lashing

out against Wall Street than
another blistered my ears with

excoriation of American treat-

ment of Paul Robeson. It was
pitifully obvious they had no in-

terest in my replies. Each of

them simply wanted the others

to hear him asking the "correct"

questions.

None of the congregation was
under fifty. There wasn't a sin-

gle young person in the syna-

gogue.

A bearded elder of the group
circled the crowd and yelled to

me in English, "Don't talk so

much!"

One woman got hysterical.

She screamed I had no right to

collect a crowd right in front of

the synagogue and cause such

a "bolshoi skandal." (big scan-

dal.) She ordered me to leave

and stop "making trouble." She

turned and went sobbing down
the street. The others said she

was "meshugi" and pay her no

mind.

Of course nobody exchanged

addresses with me or invited me
to their homes. It was absurd,

and even a bit cruel, for me to

press them by insinuating I

would like to visit them at home
or at work. It was plain that no

further contact was desired.

There were exceptions. Twice
during my stay in Russia Jew-
ish people "stuck their neck out"

to be nice to me. Other Ameri-
cans returning from the USSR
report still more exceptions. The
basic pattern of Jewish be-

havior, however, is unmistak-
ably one of fear that reprisals

might be exacted upon those
Jews who show too much in-

terest in foreigners.

An anology, clumsy but use-

ful, can be drawn with harsh
parents who have a tradition of

mistreating their children,

sometimes brutally. Let's sup-

pose a visitor comes to dinner^

The children aren't likely to

complain about household con-

ditions to the outsider simply
because mother and father are
going to be there after he goes.

Now then, eventually the par-

ents decide that they can im-

prove their standing in the

neighborhood by making life

easier on the children. The
youngsters, unaccustomed to,

fair play, slowly respond to the

parents' new policy and even
begin to relax when company

PAUL GORDON, Correspondent

The consultation and evalua-

tion clinic, co-sponsored by the

Richmond Section, National

Council of Jewish Women, the

Richmond Department of Health

and the Medical College of Vir-

ginia, celebrated its first an-

niversary on November 21st. Its

purpose is to fully evaluate the

patients (up to age 19) who re-

quire such service, and to refer

to proper available sources for

treatment.

The clinic was developed to

bring together specialists in the

various medical fields using the

collaborative or team approach

to diagnose the condition of the

child with special problems.

Tremendous strides have been

made in this first year of opera-

tion. Patients are coming in

from all sources, both private

and public. In addition to a com-
plete staff of personnel, includ-

ing a clinical director, a pediat-

ric clinician, a social worker, a

psychologist and a full time

secretary, our council volunteers

contribute greatly toward the

successful operation of the

clinic.

As time goes on council can

see its goal nearing. As in all of

our social service, our aim is to

see the need in the community,

demonstrate its successful use,

and then turn it over to the

proper social or public service

agency for continuation.

Because council expects the

clinic's functions to expand, the

need for volunteers is increasing

and a training course was held

on November 28th at the New-
ton House by the social worker,

Mrs. Edward Allen.

Council looks forward to a sec

ond birthday with further ac-

complishments. Public recogni-

tion of the clinic's function was
given on November 21st by the

Richmond newspapers, and all

local radio and television sta

tions. Council is indeed proud of

the progress which has been

made in this first year of opera-

tion.

He attended the Universities of

Vienna, Warsaw, and Berlin,

and received his B. S. from the

University of North Carolina in

1915, after coming to this coun-

try in 1909. He received his

Ma+t Off ^Ue Mo*UU
Samuel Newman, M.D., D.H.L.

M. D. from the University of

Virginia in 1917. He has been

in private practice as a pedia-

trician in Danville since 1923.

In 1954 Dr. Newman was award-

ed a degree of Doctor of Hebrew
Letters by the Hebrew Union

College-Jewish Institute of Re-

ligion. He has received numer-

ous awards for his work as a

pediatrician, both civil and gov-

ernmental. He is nationally re-

garded as a pioneer in pediatrics.

At the University of North
Carolina (1912-1915) he was
founder of the Hebrew Culture

Society—the first society for

the promotion of Hebrew cul-

ture in any academic institution

in the South. The Society subse-

quently became a chapter of the

Intercollegiate Menorah Society

for the advancement of Jewish

culture and ideals; winner of

the Short Story prize, Univer-

sity of North Carolina magazine

;

winner of the Hunter Lee Har-

ris Gold Medal for Literary Ex-
cellence (highest award for cre-

ative writing). He was elected

to Sigma Upsilon, national liter-

ary fraternity.

At the University of Virginia

(1915-17), he was editor, Uni-

versity of Virginia Magazine;
winner, Southern Intercollegiate

Essay contest; founder of the

"Ohr" Society for the promotion

of Jewish culture at the Univer-

sity of Virginia; founder of the

Nu Chapter of Phi Epsilon Pi

national fraternity; lecturer for

the University of Virginia Y.

M. C. A. extension service, and
was made a Fellow in the Amer-
ican Academy of Pediatrics in

1934.

Dr. Newman was commission-

Kohn established an educational

fund to guarantee continuance

of religious instruction, what-

Mr. Strasburger was also

president of the Hebrew Benev-

olent Society, an historic phi-

lanthropic organization which

meets needs of Columbia citi-

zens regardless of creed or color,

and which supports worldwide

philanthropies. He was an inde-

fatigable worker for the United

Jewish Appeal, and a lifetime

director of the Atlanta Chil-

dren's Service.

Mr. Kohn served on the

Orangeburg City Council before

coming to Columbia. He was
one of the founders and first

president of the Columbia Mer-

chants Association. He was a

moving spirit in the Columbia
Sesqui-centennial celebration.

Immediately following the
deaths of these trustees a few
members of the congregation

pledged themselves to h e 1 p
memorialize their names in a

way most in keeping with their

own pattern of life . . . right

doing and self-sacrificing help-

fulness to others. The families

of the deceased, members of the

congregation, and their friends

in many parts of the United

States contributed to the fund

for the building of the school.

Spain in the early centuries of the last thousand years, and
Lithuania in modern times.

But along with a hunger for knowledge as characterizing

Jewish life is a passion for justice. To the Biblical prophets in

an illiterate primitive past, it was the need for righteousness

and justice that led to the destruction of the Jewish state. The
new state in our day is dedicated to ideals that hold the promise

of a model society if its institutions can successfully implement
them. In one of his essays, the prophetic Hebrew University

professor, Dr. Buber, contrasts Moscow and Jerusalem and
points out that the ideal society will be one in which the ideals

of justice and individual freedom will be harmonized accord-

ing to a pattern that inspired the founders of the modern Jew-
ish state and not along the lines of Marx, which inspired the

founders of communism in Russia. The welfare state of today

has its faults, and modern society in its healthiest aspects will

not surrender free enterprise to any individual collectivism.

But the ideal of justice remains the inspiration of forward-look-

ing leaders regardless of the specific political institution which
may be approved in different countries. And in the battle for

—
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the spread of justice, those with an influence that came to them
from Jewish heritage have stood out as the most unselfish ser-

vants of humanity.
It must be admitted that they have not always been ac-

cepted as unselfish. There was the greatly misunderstood

Heinrich Heine, for example. He once wrote that he wanted a

flower-wreath to be put on his coffin not for his poetry, but for

his writings in which he battled for the welfare of humanity.

He wanted to be known as one of the emancipators of the hu-

man race. The fact that he left the Jewish fold is often treated

charitably for he himself admitted that he did it solely because

that was the only way by which he could have had a chance to

become a member of the bar in post-Napoleonic Europe. It

was, of course, a futile attempt as he actually did nothing but

write and had to move to France because he was exiled from
Germany, much the same way as Sigund Freud and Albert

Einstein in our day. But the fact remains that the Jewish spirit

has always been one that has inspired champions of justice and
of human rights. There are not many persons on the political

scene during this campaign and there is no need to single out

those with Jewish affiliation. People are expected to make
their choice for men in office on the basis of their own individ-

ual merits and not on the basis of belonging to the particular

group of which the voter is also a member. Yet it is noteworthy

that all the public men (exceptions are not known to me) are

on the side of justice and against special privilege. In recent

years, to be specific, men like Senator Lehman and Governor
Ribicoff have stood out for their sympathy with all people in

need and for their championship of the rights of the common
man. Such are illustrations of our thought that a love of jus-

tice characterizes the spirit of the Jew. This may be further

amplified by the well-known fact that every national organiza-

tion in American Jewish life is committed to equal rights and
in the battle against discrimination is willing to bear the ani-

mus of those who have not yet learned that the true trend of

civilization is towards justice, equality, and human brother-

hood.

And all this may be attributed to the characterization of

our heritage which in its essence is religiously and spiritually

motivated as being realistic. Whereas other religions are other

wordly in their essence, the religion of the prophets to which
ours goes back in point of time has ever concerned itself with

what is best for people here and now. There is no more beau-

tiful vision than that of Isaiah in which he depicts an era of

universal peace. No more hopeful prediction than that of Jere-

miah in which he promises in the divine name that the rela-

tionship between man and God will be a covenant engraved
on people's hearts rather than upon tablets of stone. It is not

"pie in the sky" that is the religious promise of the Jewish re-

ligion. It is a challenge to endure toil and trouble and sweat

and tears so that the knowledge of God shall cover the earth as

waters cover the sea and the glory of living will not be in ma-
terial aggrandizement and physical might but in understand-

ing that God exercises justice and righteousness in the earth.

Chili Sauce Pot Roast

Peel and slice 6 onions and

cook them until brown in 3

tablespoons of fat. Remove the

onions and brown 4 or 5 pounds

of pot roast in the same fat. Add
i/o cup of hot water, 2 cups of

chili sauce, the onions, and V£

cup of chopped sweet pickled

onions. Cover the pot tightly

and cook over low heat about 3

hours, or until the meat is ten-

der. Taste the gravy, and add

salt, pepper, 1 tablespoon sugar,

or 1 tablespoon lemon juice, if

desired. If the gravy seems thin,

it may be thickened with 1 table-

spoon of flour mixed to a paste

with a little cold water. Add to

gravy and cook and stir for 5

minutes.

Pot Roast De Luxe
Mix together 1 teaspoon of

salt, y.> teaspoon of pepper and

% teaspoon of ginger. Rub this

well into 4 or 5 pounds of pot

roast. Chop 1 clove of garlic very

fine and slice 3 onions. Heat %
cup of olive oil in a heavy pot

or Dutch Oven and cook the

garlic and onions in it until yel-

low. Add meat and brown on all

sides. Add Yi cup of water, cover

the pot tightly and cook over a

low flame for 1 and y<% hours.

Turn the meat frequently. While
the meat is cooking, soak y% cup
of dried marshrooms and 1 and
% cups of prunes in 1 and
cups of water. After the meat
has cooked 1 and 1/2 hours add
the mushrooms, prunes, the

water in which they soaked, and
1 cup of ripe olives. Cover the

pot and continue cooking until

the meat is very tender, about 2

hours longer. Place the meat on
a platter with the prunes and
olives around it, and pass the

gravy separately.

Sauerbraten

Place 3 or 4 pounds of cross-

rib or middle cut of chuck in a

deep earthen jar. Pour over it

enough boiling vinegar to cover.

If the vinegar is very strong it

may be diluted with 1/3 to !/2

water. Add the vinegar 4 bay
leaves, 6 whole peppercorns, 6

cloves, and 3 whole mace. Cover

the jar, and set it in a very cool

place. Turn the meat daily. Dur-

ing the summer, allow the meat
to stay in the pickle for 3 days.

In the winter it may kept for 8

days. When the meat is ready,

remove it from the brine, wipe

dry, and sprinkle with 1 tea-

spoon of salt. Heat 1 tablespoon

of fat in a heavy pot, and brown
2 sliced onions in it. Add the

meat, and 14 cup of the brine

in which it soaked. Cover tight-

ly, and cook over a low fire until

the meat is tender, about 3

hours. If desired, the gravy may
be thickened with 1 tablespoon

of flour mixed with a little cold

water. Add to the gravy, and

cook and stir 5 minutes.

Roast End of Steak

Place 3 pounds of boneless

end of steak in a roasting pan.

Sprinkle with 1 teaspoon of salt

and 14 teaspoon of pepper. Add
1 cup of water, 2 sliced onions,

2 sliced carrots, 1/2 clove of sliced

garlic, 1 sliced green pepper,

and y> cup of sliced mushrooms.
Cover tightly and roast at 350

degrees F. until the meat is

very tender. Baste frequently

with the gravy in the pan.

Brisket of Beef With
Sauerkraut

Place 2 cups of sauerkraut in

a large kettle. On it place 3

pounds of boneless brisket of

beef. Mix 1 large grated raw
potato with 2 more cups of

suerkraut and spread over the

beef. Sprinkle with 1 tablespoon

of brown sugar, and 1 teaspoon

of caraway seeds. Cover the pot

tightly, and cook slowly for

about 3 hours, until the meat is

tender.

is around. All except one child, safely from the sea but

the Jew in this case, who has

been treated so much worse

than the other children he can't

believe it's all true and, besides,

he thinks his parents, Russia,

might undergo another change

of heart without notice. While

the other children are bouncing

gleefully on the visitor's knee

this lone child sulks in the corner

and speaks when spoken to, and

then only in low murmurs.

The sobering fact is this.

When the Moscow government

relaxes and smiles, the Jews are

the last to believe that things

are actually getting better.

Russian Communists admit

they are distressed and embar-

rased by the "puzzling" be-

havior of the "poor Jews." Boris,

a beet-red nail-chewing Commu-
nist who could usually be talked

into a midnight vodka at the

Hotel National, explained it this

way.

"The Jews don't realize things

have changed in Russia. They

still live in Stalin's fear. They

are acting like we all acted four

years ago. I wouldn't dare be

seen talking with you myself

while Stalin was alive."

Boris stopped and gulped

what for me would have been

a two-day supply of the fiery

fluid.

"I really can't blame our

Jews for being afraid," Boris

went on. "First came centuries

of Czarist anti-Semitism. Then
came Stalin. Until he died the

only safe Jew was the frighten-

ed Jew."

Boris then proceeded to pro-

claim the glories of the "new
leadership" in Russia and how
Krushchev and Bulganin are

"brightening the life" of every

Russian.

"Things are better for every-

body," he crescendoed, "but we
are having a devil of a time per-

suading the Jews to relax and
adapt to the new freedom. They
behave like a sailor who is fished

sea but con-

tinues to believe he is drown-

ing."

Boris was afraid that, as an

American newsman, I would

overdramatize the behavior of

the Russian Jew in order to

show that Russia is still a police

state. He reminded me that oth-

er Russians are friendly and he

almost begged me not to pick

out the "worst example" of the

New Look, the Jew, and present

him as typical. He insisted the

Jews of Russia would "catch

up" with the rest of the people

after they have a chance to test

their "new freedom" and see

that it is solid.

"Give them about two years,"

Boris suggested.

Russia's Jews will have in-

creasing opportunity to test

whether the new ice under their

feet is thick or fragile. The Rus-

sian government has given the

Jews permission to establish a

rabbinical seminary. Will the

Jewish community respond and

support it? More and more
phone calls and gift parcels will

stream into Russia from rela-

tives of Soviet Jews in America,

who assume that their loved

ones are already enjoying the

broadened horizons of other

Russians. Will they be refused?

Many phone calls are refused

today to the consternation of

American Jews seeking to con-

tact their families. The Moscow
operator simply tells New York
Mr. or Mrs. X does not care to

come to the phone. Gift pack-

ages usually bring a curt thank-

you note and a plea to stop send-

ing.

More Americans will be call-

ing on them at Moscow's syna-

gogue trying to inveigle them
into friendly conversation. Some
day a Russian Jew will break

down and be natural. He will

forget Paul Robeson and invite

the American home for sabbath

dinner. The state informers in

The U. N. And The World Crisis

Exactly three years ago, in the TIMES - OUTLOOK of

January 1944, in an editorial entitled "A Must For The United
Nations," we said in part, "When the history of the United Na-
tions is written for posterity, if the recording historian be un-
biased, perhaps the most outstanding failure to be noted to

date, is the failure to bring about peace in the Middle East."

We regard this statement to be as true now as it was at the

time it was written. There is little doubt but that, if the

United Nations had made this their first order of business, as

it should have, the present muddled situation, which extends
far beyond the Middle East into the entire world picture,

would be less acute.

The fact that there were practical reasons why the UN
was hesitant to take a definite stand on this delicate issue does
not in any way excuse the delay. It is increasingly evident that

if this world organization cannot relieve universal tensions
quickly, it will cease to justify its existence and pass into ob-
livion, as did its ill-fated predecessor, the League of Nations.

We are not unmindful of the many complications and
limitations of authority that make the task of the UN difficult,

nor are we making any suggestions as to how it should proceed.

We merely are reiterating our position of three years ago that

something has to be done, comprehensive, authoritatively and
quickly.

The question of who was the "aggressor" in the recent ex-

change of shots over the Suez Canal will be answered in ac-

cordance with who does the answering. The State of Israel,

which bore the brunt of the original charges, by virtue of its

incursion into Egypt, can say, with some justification, that

Colonel Nasser was the prior "aggressor," when he seized the

Canal and refused its use to Israel, contrary to all existing

regulations. Technically, Israel was at fault for taking the

military initiative. It is generally agreed that the end, however
worthy, does not justify the means. And yet who, with any de-

gree of fairness, could blame a young country which took ac-

tion, with the support of Great Britain and France, when it

was faced with the unmistakeable alternative of complete an-

nihilation? For all evidence clearly points the way to the as-

sumption that Nasser, once his Canal grab had gotten by,

would have spearheaded the Arabs in an all-out assault on
Israel.

If there be any doubt as to what the Arabs' intentions were,

here is a translation of part of top secret directives issued by
the Commander of the Third Division of the Egyptian army
under date of February 15th, 1956. These came into the hands
of Israel forces early in November. Paragraph 1 . addressed to

"every commander," reads: "Every commander is to prepare
himself and his subordinates for the inevitable campaign with
Israel for the purpose of fulfilling our exalted aim which is the
annihilation of Israel and her destruction in the shortest pos-
sible time in the most brutal and cruel battles."

It was not our intention to rehash the pros and cons of the

Canal incident. What we want again to emphasize is the fact

that the United Nations is at the crossroads. Is it a "man" or a

"mouse?" On that answer, in our humble opinion, hinges its

fate. Let those who gtiide its activities face these facts.

Rabbi Schwartz will be recalled by the Greens-
boro community, having occupied the pulpit at Beth David
Synagogue. The text was part of a message given before the

Reno Rotary Club at its annual Thanksgiving luncheon.

William Shakespeare said. "O Lord, who lends me life,

lend me a heart replete with thankfulness."

You will notice that a thankful person, a grateful person, is

generally a good person, and also a thoughtful person. Think
and thank appear to be inter-related.

If ever a nation has reason to feel grateful for its bountiful

blessings, it is the United States. We, the American people,

have received such wonderful blessings at the hands of the

Almighty. We are the most powerful and the most prosperous

nation on earth. "Our lines have fallen in pleasant places, in-

deed we have a goodly heritage."

Providence has been most kind to us, and this nation en-

joys a standard of living and amenities of comfort unequalled

in any other country. So we have ample reason for thanksgiv-

ing. Calvin Coolidge, in 1928. summed up our situation in

four brief sentences. "We have been a most favored people.

We ought to be a most generous people . . . We have been a

most blessed people. We ought to be a most thankful people."

Eddie Rickenbacker was once asked what was the biggest

lesson he had learned from drifting about with his companions
in life rafts for 2 1 days, when lie was hopelessly lost in the

Pacific. He said , "The biggest lesson I learned from that ex-

perience was, that if you have all the fresh water you want to

drink, and all the food you want to eat, you ought never to-

complain about anything."

In truth, Thanksgiving should be thanksliving. In the

final analysis there is no living without giving. The generous
spirit of Thanksgiving Day should be with us 365 days a year.

The only way in which sensitive Americans can possibly keep
Thanksgiving is with an almost overwhelming sense of re-

sponsibility. How can we face ourselves, to say nothing of

lacing God. unless we accept our plentitude, not as something
we merely use for ourselves, but as a trust which we share with
others that are less fortunate.

Providence has imposed upon us the task of moral leader-

ship of the free world in these crucial days. We cannot escape

the heavy responsibilities that destiny imposes upon us, nor do
we wish to do so. The American poet, Edwin Markham, con-
veys a profound truth to us in the following meaningful lines:

I have just been with one of

the angels. All who read this

column regularly know by now

nothing new to me. Whenever a

controversy of Judaism occurs,

and rabbis start fighting bitter-

ly, I manage to go into confer-

ence with the angels. From their

elevation they can speak even

to rabbis.

How do I accomplish this?

Well, I just sit in a big chair in

my living room, relax and in

time one of the angels is at my
side to help get the story

straight among the rabbis. Only

the other day I brought to my
side the angel widely known as

Shadrach.

Shadrach comes to me with

the supernal wisdom of the Aca-

emy on High where all the an-

swers are known. He had drop-

ped in by way of telling me what

they think up there about an aw-

ful rift in the Jewish Orthodoxy

of the U.S.A. that has just oc-

curred. Shadrach seemed to be

laughing at the whole thing.

"Hello, there, Shadrach," I

began, "I guess we both know
what brings us together this

way."

"Yes, that's it," he replied.

"We've been thinking and laugh -

ing along the same line. "Of
course, you mean the Rabbinical

Council of America."

Exactly ! As many of the read-

ers of the Jewish press may
know the rabbinical head of the

Rabbinical Council of America

has recommended to his Ortho-

dox colleagues that they with-

draw from the New York Board
of Rabbis and the Synagogue
Council of America. And why?
To be sure, because to belong to

the New York Board of Rabbis

and the Synagogue Council of

America means to be associated

with Reform and Conservative

rabbis. Such association, the

head Orthodox rabbi says, is

confusing to laymen who might
be led to believe that there is

no difference between the three

groups of Judaism— Orthodox,

Conservative and Reform.

So I asked Shadrach: "What
you think of it all, sir?"

He replied it's to laugh and
also to be sad about . . . Some-
time we up there get awfully

disappointed with some of the

rabbis down there. Up there rab-

bis come to the highest under-

standing in the academy on

High. Orthodox rabbis know
Conservatives and Reformers

just as fellow-Jews. I guess that

comes from being so close to

God up there.

"As we understand it in the

Academy, the differences aren't

really worth mentioning ... a

bit of difference here, bit of dif-

ference there. We all sit togeth-

er in the Academy, and if the

rabbis ever give a thought to

the controversial past, they just

give out a good laugh.

"He's the One God, and it's

one human race, one Judaism in

which all the rabbis, who on

earth were of different kinds,

know up there they are really

brethren together, all dedicated

to the same moral and spiritual

principles? So what's all this

argument about? Does it make
sense?"

"Shadrach," I remarked, it

seems you and I think in the

same direction."

"The trouble seems to be,"

Shadrach said, "that down here

on earth rabbis can't know God
as well as we do up there. Down
here, rabbis—and clergymen of

all the other religions—see Him
in accordance with their own
images ; so they see him differ-

ently. Up there He looks alike to

all of us . . . the Father who is

always hoping His children

sometime will get around to

being as His Commandments tell

them to be."

Then I told Shadrach that

really the main reason I had

asked him into my living room

was something I had just read

about some other Orthodox rab-

bis. That is to say, they seem

different from Orthodox rabbis

who would like to break away
from association with Conserva-

tives and Reformers. These oth-

er Orthodox rabbis seem to feel

that Conservatives and Reform-

ers really are Jewish kinsmen

of theirs.

Recently the Orthodox rabbi

Leon D. Stitskin of Orthodox

Yeshiva University, New York,

spoke up on this proposal that

Orthodox rabbis run out of as-

sociation with Conservatives and

Reformers. Speaking for Dr.

Samuel Belkin who is resident

of Yeshiva, he said: "One cannot

conceive that Dr. Belkin would

be inclined to the issuance of

bans . . . against people. Yeshiva

University has consistently ad-

hered to a program of positive

contribution and has steered

clear of unwarranted denuncia-

tions."

I repeated what Rabbi Stit-

skin had said to Shadrach who
was much pleased to hear it. He
observed that Dr. Belkin's idea

was much more pleasing to the

Academy up there than the idea

which had just come out of the

Orthodox Rabbinical Council of

America. "Up there, too, we are

It's easy to get an argument
among Americans returning

from Russia about almost any-

thing. Two persons travelling

side by side through the Soviet

Union and exposed to identical

experiences can see things, an-

alyze them, draw conclusions,

and make predictions quite dif-

ferently.

Everybody seems to agree,

however, on the question of Rus-
sian religion in general and So-

viet Jews in particular. Ameri-
can rabbis, tourists, newsmen,
and diplomats tell the same un-

happy story about Jewish life

under Communism.

Russia's Jews are the first to

feel any tightening in Moscow's
rule. They are the last to be-

lieve that things might be get-

ting better. The Soviet Jew
would like to be friendly to vis-

iting Americans but he is afraid.

He knows he can't go wrong
being cool and sometimes hostile

to outsiders. That's his safest

bet. Perhaps no harm would be-

fall him if he behaved more
friendly, but he can't be sure.

That's the menu of Russia's

Jewish story. A string of unre-

lated anecdotes and experiences
will best illustrate the flavor.

How does one go about being an
American Jew in Russia ?

My first day in Moscow was
July 4th. U. S. Ambassador
Bohlen invited all Americans in

town to attend the Embassy's
Independence Day celebration.

It was a beautiful day for a gar-

den party. No sooner had I mut-
tered a few words of instruction

to the bartender than a familiar

face smiled my way.

"How do you do?" he said in

Russian, shaking hands. "I'm
Mr. Molotov."

Snap-Shots of

Soviet Jewry
By Barry Farber

The old Bolshevik bore down
on me like a term policy sales-

man, pretending to be interested

in my name, my occupation,

how I liked Russia, and how
long I intended to stay. Malen-
kov was just as charming, and
not nearly as pudgy as generally

imagined. The newspapers said

Dag Hammerskjold was pres-

ent but nobody really noticed.

Krushchev, Bulganin, Molotov,

Malenkov, and Shepilov were the

big tourist attractions. They
stood in a knot at the beginning

of the party and made little

jokes and offered toasts while

news photographers and curi-

ous onlookers bunched around
for a peek. Then they split up
and went around shaking hands
with the guests.

A tall bearded elder draped in

black vestments stood under a
tree all by himself. I took him
for the high patriarch of the
Russian Orthodox Church. I was
wrong. He was Rabbi Schliefer,

spiritual leader of Moscow's
300,000 Jews. He was soon join-

ed by ten younger men in Amer-
ican-style summer suits and
black yamalkas, obviously the
delegation of U. S. rabbis then
touring the Soviet Union. I felt

I had more than normal license

to intrude, and did so.

Rabbi Schliefer was glad to

meet me and seemed somewhat
puzzled, if not disappointed, that
I spoke Russian but not Yiddish.

He appeared to be approaching
eighty, soft spoken, not senile,

and quite courteous. He invited

me to worship at Moscow's syn-

agogue the following Saturday
and went to seemingly unneces-

sary pains to make sure I had
the exact address written down.

I later found out why. There

is no street or telephone direc-

tory in Moscow and chances are

good that the well - mannered
girls at Intourist, official Soviet

tourist bureau, might forget

where the synagogue is.

Meanwhile the party roared

on. Krushchev had been having

a little something to drink all

along and I happened to be

wedged between him and the

bar when he was accusted by
one of the American rabbis who
said he had a "plea" to deliver

on behalf of Jews in America.

"It's our understanding, Mr.

Krushchev," he began, "That
Hebrew instruction is prohibit-

ed in the Soviet Union." (It is.)

The interpreter rendered this

into Russian and Krushchev's
face took on an "I've Heard This
One Before But Go Ahead And
Talk—It's Your Party" expres-

sion.

"We beg you to permit all

phases of religious training in

Russia," the rabbi went on, "be-

cause history has shown that
one who is intensely religious

is also intensely devoted to his

homeland."

Krushchev couldn't have been
more vexed if Chiang Kai-Shek
had tried to sell him a seat on
the Stock Exchange. He paid
nothing, shook the ice in his

glass, and spun around with a
crisp military about-face, leav-

ing the astounded rabbi gaping
into space. It didn't take a te-

lepathist to see that the Com-
munist party boss was won-
dering if he had succeeded in

making his contempt abundant-
ly clear.

Krushchev wasn't rude and
boorish to everyone, not even to

all the Jews present. Jan Peerce
was obviously his favorite. The
globally-reknowned tenor had

just completed a successful reci-

tal the night before and
had exhilirated the Jews in his

audience, and then reduced them
to tears, by singing four plain-

tive and stirring Hebrew and
Yiddish songs.

Peerce was about to depart

for the United States and

Krushchev couldn't seem to

leave his side even long enough
for a refill. At one point Mr. K
pounded Peerce on the back and
congratulated him for a won-
derful performance in Kiev.

"Thank you," replied the ten-

or graciously, "But how do you

know it was a wonderful per-

formance, Mr. Krushchev?" You
weren't there, were you?"

"No," boomed Krushchev with

a lusty laugh. "I wasn't there,

but I have contacts in Kiev!"

At the Moscow synagogue the

Jews were bewilderingly un-

friendly to me. I felt as uncom-

fortable as an Arab traffic cop

in Tel Aviv. After a few days

Russian Jews were still un-

friendly, but it was less bewil-

dering. It doesn't take long to

adjust to the facts of life in

Russia.

It was, I decided, perfectly al-

right for Soviet Jews to vent
their enthusiasm freely on Jan
Peerce. He was plainly an hon-
ored guest of the Soviet Union,
hailed and endorsed by the top
men in the government. It was
somewhat less alright for them
to shower welcome upon
American rabbis. They were an
official delegation, true enough,
but who knows? Delegations of
many sorts had come to Russia
before, been lavishly entertain-
ed, and then denounced in the
press before their train pulled
outbound from Moscow.

Miss Gertrude Weil — Goldsboro, N. C.

"In Love With Life"

When a person is full of years

and honors, birthdays hold no

terrors. That Gertrude Weil of

Goldsboro, N. C, will be seventy-

seven in December is a fact that

her friends find hard to believe.

Her sparkling laugh, her fresh

approach to problems, her

bright blue eyes, and her close-

ly-cropped dark hair belie the

truth that here is one of North

Carolina's earliest pioneers in

all good works.

Miss Weil was honored in

January of this year by the Sid-

ney J. Stern B'nai B'rith Lodge

of Greensboro, when three hun-

dred admirers from all over the

state gathered to hear Dr.

Frank P. Graham tell of her

simple greatness and great kind-

ness. Before that, Chi Omega
Sorority had tapped her as

North Carolina's most outstand-

ing woman; she was chosen as

Goldsboro's "Woman of the

Year" in 1953, and was honored

on her seventy-fifth birthday

by a community party at Oheb
Sholom Temple, where she had
taught Sunday School for fifty

years, worked in Sisterhood and
Hadassah, and done everything

required of a handmaiden of the

Temple, from decorating the

Succoth booth to cleaning up
the classrooms. In 1952 she

was awarded the honorary de-

gree of Doctor of Laws by the

Woman's College.

The Weil family and the Weil

department store are eastern

Carolina institutions, dating

back almost a century. After

his service in the Confederate

Army, an uncle, Herman Weil,

picked Goldsboro as a likely

business spot, founded the store

known as H. Weil & Bros., with

the aid of his brothers, Henry
and Solomon Weil, all of whom
became leaders in civic and
religious movements far beyond
the confines of their own small

community.

Miss Gertrude's father was
Henry Weil, successful as a citi-

zen as well as a business man.
Her mother was Mina Rosen-
thal Weil, a dynamic little wom-

an who knew how to cut through

red tape and obtain results; her

horse and buggy were often

seen in the poorer section of

town, where she had gone on

an errand of mercy. Of the

Henry Weil home, a dedicatory

foreword in the University of

North Carolina's annual "Yack-

ety Yack" had this to say of

Leslie Weil, Gertrude's brother

and long-time trustee of the

University: "Born in a home
that was a school for citizen-

ship, Leslie Weil in early life

absorbed the principles that

caused him to dedicate his life

to serving his fellowmen." There

is another brother Herman, also

of Goldsboro, and a sister Janet,

Mrs. Herbert Bluethenthal of

Wilmington, both of whom are

honored members of their re-

spective communities. Leslie

Weil is dead.

The Weil family name has

been immortalized in good deeds,

but in addition the family phi-

lanthropies have left tangible

evidence of their acceptance of

the rights and privileges of citi-

zenship. At the University at

Chapel Hill, the Weil lectures

on Citizenship are eagerly

awaited each year, and dormi-

tories and gymnasium at the

Woman's College bear the names
of Weil and Rosenthal. In

Goldsboro and Wayne County,

Herman Park is a gift to the

city, named for the founder of

the Weil store, a sharing of pro-

fits on the store's twenty-fifth

anniversary in 1890; the Com-
munity Building, public library,
Boy and Girl Scout camps,

and the Wayne Memorial
Hospital were made possible by
gifts or campaigns spearheaded

by members of the Weil family,

while high school prizes and col-

lege scholarships provide incen-

tive for apt youngsters to follow

along the path of learning.

Miss Weil recalls vividly her

first initiation into public ser-

vice when, as a mere tot, she

was helping her mother carry

articles for a charity bazaar be-

ing given to help the victims of

the Charleston, S. C. earth-

quake. From then on, she was

never given a breathing spell.

Educated at Smith College, she

recently attended the fiftieth

reunion of her class and found

a goodly number of her class-

mates still around. Perhaps her

superior education caused her

to be a bit impatient with the

young men of her day and age,

and she passed through the ro-

mantic years without any tell-

tale scars. Lacking children of

her own, she has taken as her

own the offspring of the entire

community, and few civic move-
ments have started or flourish-

ed without her help. She saw
straight, she thought straight,

and she made decisions with a

minimum of discussion, once

the facts were lined up. These
qualities of mind and heart

early made her the leading citi-

zen of the section in volunteer

activities. Goldsboro came of

age earlier than most small

communities because the Weils

showed its people how to be

their brother's keeper.

Besides her devotion to her

local Temple and participation

in its life, including regular at-

tendance at all services and her

distinguished Sunday School

record, she has been a district

officer in both Sisterhood and
Hadassah for the eastern states.

She was a charter member of

the North Carolina Association

of Jewish Women, which was
founded by her aunt, Mrs. Sol

Weil, in Goldsboro in 1921, and

has served three terms as its

president, holding at other

times every possible chairman-

ship. She was a prime worker

for young people's sub-groups,

and is a regular attendant at

summer institutes at Wild

Acres, besides attending all

state and many national con-

ventions of religious groups.

Her inter-faith work has been

outstanding, and she holds the

distinction of having been ask-

ed to speak before more groups
of men and women than any
other local citizen, adding re-

cently accounts of her travels in

Israel and other far - away
places. Her loyalty in attending

Temple services regularly was
shown when she was asked to

be present for the dinner at

which she was to recover her

distinguished citizen's award

;

since it was to be on a Friday
night, she positively refused to

go until she was told the true
purpose of the dinner, which
the committee had hoped to
keep secret.

In politics, she was an early
advocate of women's rights and
was in every sense a lady-like

suffragette. She urged women
to avail themselves of their

franchise power, once it was ob-

I, however, was the poorest

risk they had ever met. Being

nice to someone who says he's

a free-lance writer, an American
Jew, and can't even speak Yid-

dish was out of the question.

By responding to Peece the

Russian Jews could always

claim they were going along

with Kremlin policy. By wel-

coming the rabbis they could

say they thought they were
doing the government - desired

thing. With a journalist who
skids up to the front of the

synagogue in an Intourist lim-

ousine saddled with cameras and

admit they could only admit

they relished unfettered contact

with a fellow Jew after years

of pent-up isolation. Far too

risky

!

My knowledge of the Russian

language was almost totally

bookish when I docked in Lenin-

grad. Communism has actually

re-written the language of Rus-

sia. You can hardly expect a

textbook purchased in North

Carolina to keep pace with the

party line. In my first intense

discussion with a young Com-
munist we were talking about

anti-Semistian. In explaining I

was Jewish I used the word I

had studied, "zhid." He laughted

mightily.

"Never use that word in Rus-

sia," he then warned. "A Rus-

sian can be arrested for using

it. It's insulting to the Jewish

people. 'Zhid' was used to slan-

der the Jews under the Czar. The
correct word today is 'Yevrey'

(Hebrew)."

Communism can afford to be

polite to the Jews. They have

all but exterminated them as a

religious group.

I have never been able to tell

Jews from Gentiles on the
street, neither in Russia nor in

my own home town. However,
Mr. Twobriter convinced me he
could. He was born in Russia,
then fled to Denmark where he
now operates a successful news-
paper for Scandinavian Jews as

well as several other successful

enterprises. I met Mr. Twobriter
and his wife in Moscow. He had
returned to Russia on a short
visa to take a look around.

Mr. Twobriter was distressed
and aroused.

I've spotted over a dozen
Jews here in Moscow and tried

to talk with them," he said. "I

smile at them and ask "Bist du
a Yid?' (Are you Jewish?) They
invariably snarl at me and reply

in Russian Ttzvinite' (Excuse
me) and then walk away.

'Ttzvinite", when snarled in

Russian, is much more cutting

and rude than "excuse me" is

in English.

I came in touch with a num-
ber of young Russian Jews in

good jobs. Anna was a multi-

linguial girl guide for Intourist.

Sasha was some part of high
official at Moscow University.

There were others making good
livings, for Russians, in re-

sponsible jobs. Every one told

the same story. "My parents are

religious. I'm not. I'm a Com-
munist. Soon religion and su-

perstition will vanish from Rus-
sia. We are progressing."

When I professed pride in the

Hebrew faith they treated me
with polite condescension, like

we might treat a Fiji Islander

who worships seaweed.

International Brotherhood
The National Conference of Christians and Jews, for nigh

on to 25 years, has sponsored a nation-wide observance of

Brotherhood Week, celebrated this year on February 17th

through the 24th.

The idea of brotherhood is of course, not one that should

be confined to one week's observance. It is a philosophy of

human relations that shoidd apply to every day of the year.

It is fitting that a week should be designated, to intensify and
concentrate attention, btit only as a means of spreading the

teachings over the longer period.

We do not believe that there can be any question as to the

efficacy of the program. True, it has not brought about a

complete overthrow of intolerance and prejudice. To expect

that would be asking a bit too much, human nature being

what it is. But, by and large, the educational program of the

conference has many worth-while accomplishments to which
it can proudfully point.

We have a wish, and a suggestion for the Conference.

Among the basic tenets of the Conference is "giving to

others the same dignity and rights one claims for himself.''

Wouldn't it be wonderful if this same principle could be ap-

plied to the international scene? Wouldn't it be a blessing to

mankind if the nations of the world could be imbued with the

idea of brotherhood of living with each other on a basis of

respecting each other's dignity and rights? Wouldn't it be a

boon to humanity the world over, if only the elementary teach-

ings of brotherhood could be sold to nations, eliminating much
of the tension and insecurity that are our present scourge?

We pass this on to the National Conference of Christians

and Jews, with the thought that, if only in a small way, a begin

ning should be made in extending its influence to this broader
field. Any slightest indication of success would bring the

boundless thanks of millions.

An instance of the type of small beginning, such as we have-

in mind, comes in a letter recently sent by Dr. Everett R.

Clinchy, president of the Conference, to Sheikh Al Azbar
Mohammed Tag, president of Al Azhar University in Cairo.

Dr. Clinchy urged that Moslem leaders press for full protection

of the rights of Jews in Egypt. He also asked that any action

already taken against them be rescinded.

The N. C. C. J. official stressed that Egyptian Jews are not

responsible for the disagreements and conflict between Egypt
and the English, French and Israelis. Mohammed, said Dr.

Clinchy, taught brotherhood among all God's creatures. In

this moment in history when all men of good will arc threaten-

ed by forces of antheism and materialism, he continued. Mos-
lems, Christians, Jews, Buddhists, Hindus and all other be
lievers should stand together for each other's dignity and
rights. The American brotherhood leader said Jews in Egypt
and Arabs in Old Palestine must be treated alike — with con-

sideration and righteousness.

It is, of course, questionable if anything will result from the

letter, but at least an effort has been made in the right direc-

tion.

The theme of Brotherhood Week this year is " The People

shall live as one family of man.'' This is surely but another

way of calling for international brotherhood.

A Further Set-Back
There seem to be difficult times for the American Council

for Judaism. Following closely on the heels of its most recent

significant defection—that of Rabbi Irving F. Reichert, a co-

founder, previously noted—comes word from Indianapolis that

the School For Reform Judaism, an affiliate of the Council,
established there three years ago. had failed to open its doors
lor the fall term.

When the school was organized, its students had been

withdrawn from the Indianapolis (Reform) Hebrew Congrega-
tion. At the time, the disaffection was attributed to the al-

legedly pro-Zionist teachings to which the children had been
exposed.

With the failure of the school to re-open, the pupils have

returned to the Indianapolis Hebrew Congregation.

Comment would be suerfluous.

Criticism Of Christmas Observance
What motivates a Jew—particularly one occupying a high

post in Jewish life—to comment on how Christians observe

Christmas, is something that eludes us. The motive becomes

even more obscure when the comment is critical. After all,

Christmas is a distinctly Christian observance, and what they

do with it hardly concerns us as Jews. We Jews surely have

enough problems of our own to provide material for comment
and criticism.

We are referring particularly to the recent radio broadcast,

over the net-work of the National Broadcasting Company, by

Dr. Maurice N. Eisendrath, president of the Union of Ameri-

can Hebrew Congregations, entitled "A Rabbi Looks at Christ-

mas," and a subsequent sermon, delivered by Rabbi William

Rosenblum, before his congregation in New York City. Dr.

Eisendrath bemoans the extent to which Christmas has been

progressively commercialized. Rabbi Rosenblum is less criti-

cal.

Neither Dr. Eisendrath, nor Rabbi Rosenblum need publi-

city, so that motive can be ruled out. What they hoped to ac-

complish, other than to give Christians an opportunity to re-

tort. "Mind your own business." is what puzzles us.

Christmas is a holiday celebrated by Christians to com-

memorate the birth of Jesus. Incidentally, even the Christian

clergy questions the accuracy of this, as all back-ground in-

formation would point to the event happening in the Spring

of the year, rather than the Winter. (The shepherds were
tending their flocks in the field, etc.) Then too, the tying-in

A Jewish columnist has one of

the tougher jobs of his craft.

Not only is he expected to look

after the wide, wide world . . .

Israel, the Middle East, all that

. . . but if he is as diligent as he

\L,tK£.D SEGAL
is expected to be, he should be

looking in on his immediate

neighbors, too, and consulting

their welfare from time to time.

So, if in the last week or so,

this columnist was terribly wor-

ried on account of Israel, this

week he applies his troubling to

the case of Mrs. Tzimmes ... if

that's really her name ... or,

maybe she is Mrs. Gimmel, or

even Mrs. Aleph.

Mrs. Tzimmes, Mrs. Gimmel,

or Mrs. Aleph has been lament-

ing how stout she has been get-

ting. Her best friends notice it,

too, across the canasta tables . .

.

"Genevieve," they ask her slyly,

"how much are you weighing

now?"
Therefore, this week's column

shall be all about carrying too

much fat on one's person. Really,

to take up that subject provides

quite a relief from the heavier

burdens of the world, and, there-

fore, rather timely.

There may be those readers

who promptly will be asking,

"What kind of a Jewish column-

ist is this Segal, anyway? A
Jewish coulmnist should stick

to Jewish problems, and what
sort of Jewish problem is too

much fat?

Well, it happens that getting

too fat is exactly a Jewish prob-

lem, according to a letter I have

in hand. It's from Ann White of

the Journal of Lifetime Living,

1625 Bay Road, Miami Beach.

The letter starts with the head-

line: "Jewish Americans Warn-
ed of Heart Danger in High Fat

Diet." It quotes from a piece in

the Journal of Lifetime Living

by Dr. Lindlahr.

It begins with a friendly warn-

ing to us all : "Jewish Americans
who, as a people, eat more ani-

mal fats than other segments of

the population, may be commit-

ting a modified form of suicide."

Dr. Lindlahr says: "This does

not mean that every American
of Jewish persuasion is commit-

ting this fault, but enough are

careless about their fat eating.

Indications are that twice as

many Jewish men are suscep-

tible to coronary disease as com-

pared to Americans of Italian

origin, who are also fond of fats

. . . There is undeniable evidence

that the Jewish people, men and
women alike, are more frequent

victims of coronary attacks."

Then Ann White herself goes

on to tell: "Breaking down the

components of many favorite

Jewish dishes, Lindlahr cites the

large quantity of fats, obvious

and hidden, which go into the

recipes.

"The poor Yemenite Jews,

points out Lindlahr, rarely ate

fats before they were transport-

ed to Israel. Examinations show-

ed they had low cholesterol val-

ues. Since the Yemenites arrived

in Israel and have been adopting

Western Jewish ways of eating,

they have developed higher

blood cholesterol reading and are

falling victim to coronary throm-

bosis, something unknown be-

fore their Israel days.
" 'We desperately need more

detailed facts about what the

American people eat, regardless

of race, creed or color,' says

Lindlahr. "And the Jewish peo-

ple need this information most
of all, for on the surface at least

it appears that too many of

them are committing a coronary

form of suicide with their knives

and forks."

Well, that's it .... as Ann
White reports this Jewish prob-

lem .... one more added to all

the other problems we've had to

take. I give its lesson to Mrs.

Tzimmes, Mrs. Gimmel, Mrs.

Aleph, and all others . ... and

maybe this Segal himself should

take it to his own careless stom-

ach.

Indeed, Mrs. Tzimmes may be

saying right now, "That Segal

should be minding his own fig-

ure instead of telling me what

not to eat. You should see what

he looks like."

And Mrs. Gimmel: "I've seen

him. He's no Mr. America!"

And Mrs. Aleph: "I'll say!

He's got a lot to lose before he

ever gets to be anything like

Apollo!"

Yet as a helpful columnist I

should tell them it makes no

sense to load one's self with an-

other Jewish problem. There's

enough of other burdens than

having too much fat that Jews

have to take these days.'

Speaking of too much fat and

all those other worse Jewish

problems sets me off on a tan-

gent down the years to the be-

ginning of the century. There

were few if any problems special

to Jews then. To be sure few of

us were well off . . . not a lot of

money coming in . . . homes were

in flats in downtown tenement

houses . . . Main problem was to

make sure the kids grew up

right . . . Israel was romance of

remote history, though Sinai

was a memorial kept in every

Jewish house for the children to

look up to . . . Anti-Semitism

was no more than those juvenile

delinquents who liked to pull the

beards of Jewish peddlers. We
didn't know what a drive was
. . . drive for funds, that is . . .

There was only the tin box nail-

ed to the kitchen wall in which

to drop spare pennies for char-

ity. Being Jewish then was the

uncomplicated matter of being

in schul on the Sabbath, in mak-
ing sure the kids got to cheder

on time, or making the house

ready for the sanctity of Sab-

bath.

The National Conference of Christians and Jews, national spon-

sor of Brotherhood Week, would agree. It tries to provide a practi-

cal equivalent.

With 62 regional offices, local committees and a staff of human

relations experts, the National Conference for 52 weeks a year aims

for its target of "the establishment of social order in which the

religious ideals of brotherhood and justice shall become the stand-

ards of human relationships." Brotherhood Week, this year Feb.

17-24 is the opportunity through special programs in communities

across the country to underline the program and give it emphasis.

Americans badly needed the National Conference when it wa^

formed in 1928. The country had just seen the running sore of bigo-

try exposed in all its ugliness in the campaign against Al Smith. And

Americans need the princples of the conference more than ever to-

day. The de-segregation question is giving daily evidence that the

roots of prejudice run deep and strong. In. the next few years Ameri-

cans need massive doses of good will and understanding to keep in-

tergroup tensions in check. .,. „ /f ;

But there is no one easy solution to the age-old problems of bigo-

try and prejudice. Just talking about them has doubtful v^lue. How-
ever, one of the most effective methods is face-to-face contact with

other people and undoing prejudice through. experience. Sociologists

and the LVS. armed forces have convincing proof that it works.

Dr. Everett R. Clinchy, head of the National Conference puts it

this way:

"By getting to know the other fellow, the one who has a different

creed, race, or national origin than yours, by understanding his

viewpoint, his ambitions and goals, you will find old prejudices dis-

appear.

"You'll learn to accept or reject a person strictly on his merits

as a human being and no because he happens to be different from
you. We hope that during Brotherhood Week people will get together

with people they know, with people they don't know, and with people

they wish to know."

Poison

, It is. the .most ordinary, everyday sense which makes us see to

ttthat "PQISON" labels are kept pasted on the bottles of dangerous

chemicals we all need on the shelves of our medicine closet. Iodine,

for instance, although an excellent disinfectant, would be the death

of a child who took a drink of it. We know very well that such labels

must be renewed, if they fade, or become unreadable.

In exactly the same way a constant repetition is needed of the

label "POISON" on all forms of mass-prejudice, racial injustices,

making an individual suffer for something he doesn't do, or is not,

because some of his group have done it or been it. They are all poi-

sions — some low and insinuating and gradual, some lighting-

swift like a rattlesnake's bite. And every variety, slow or swift,

mildly sickening or quickly fatal, should be labeled in our minds.

"POISON", so that we recognize it as dangerous the instant we see

or hear it.

When we see somebody incautiously step out towards a piece of

ice on a sidewalk on which we have seen others slip and fall, we
shout to him "Look out! Danger!" We should train ouselves to

have the same reaction of shocked alarm when we hear somebody

voice one of those horridly mild-sounding conversational expressions

of prejudice: Well, he's this or that. What would you expect?

Civilized people have advanced so far in understanding as to

feel discomfort on hearing such phrases. But the discomfort is not

yet great enough, in most cases, to match the discomfort of answer-

ing boldly in a good loud voice, "Such talk is dangerous. Words like

that grease the slide, down which it is mighty easy to slip to hellish-

ly iniquitous acts."

One of the difficulties is that we get tired of the necessary repe-

tition of the warnings against racial discrimination, but we have the

cheering hope that they may not be always needed. A good many
warnings of the past can be laid aside, because we have outgrown

the practices they labeled as dangerous.

We can get rid forever of all this talk about resisting racial dis-

crimination — by stopping it. When American citizens, men and

women, are judged not by the group to which they belong. 1 but by
their individual personalities, and admitted on this same obviously

American principle to theaters, hotels, schools, hospitals, graduate

schools and the like, we can stop this tiresome hammer-hammer"
hammer on the theme that unjust exclusion of one is POISON for

us all.

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The Suburban Synagogue

By Rabbi Daniel L. Davis

The development of suburban

areas in the metropolitan cities

in the United States has had a

profound effect upon the place,

the character, the program, the

future of the Synagogoue in

Jewish life in America. The vast

growth in the number of Syna-

gogues and in the size of their

memberships may be attributed

in large measure to the creation

of new surburban communities

and to the removal of Jewish

families from urban areas to

communities, both new and old

in the suburbs. This movement
and growth may be illustrated

by referring to the number of

Reform Congregations in metro-

politan New York. In 1947 there

were 32 congregations in the

New York Federation of Reform
Synagogues, agency of the

Union of American Hebrew Con-

gregations, in New York. In

1956 there are 76 congregations.

In 1947 there were 8 Reform
Congregations in Long Island. In

1956 there are 36 congregations

in Long Island. In 1947 there

were some 14,000 families in the

Reform Congregations in New
York. There are more than

38,000 families today. In 1947

Manhattan had the largest por-

tion of that membership; today

the largest portion is in Long
Island.

In other communities this

growth may be matched. In some
cities, like Pittsburgh, Cleveland,

Detroit, Miami, Washington,

there were only one or two Re-

form Congregations. Today
there are three in Pittsburgh,

five in Cleveland, three in De-

troit, six in Miami area, three

in Washington. Doubtless the

•same kind of development has

taken place in the Conservative

movement.
In this connection it is of in-

terest to note how the Congrega-

tions develop in Suburbia. As a

rule when a new community is

formed, usually as a result of a

large building operation, where
an estate, farm or country club

will be transformed into a locale

of a hundred to five hundred
modest homes, there will be an
influx of Jewish families, many
of them headed by and ex-G. I.,

most of them young and with

one or more young children. The
newly formed community result-

ing form the proximity of a

number of new houses, many of

them but partly and sparsely

furnished, begins to take on

character and to create pattern

when a number of the families

get together, usually in one of

the living rooms or basement
play areas to consider the forma-
tion of a congregation. Almost
always it is a congregation

which the new Jewish commun-
ity establishes first ; not a social

club, not a community center,

not a cemetery but a Synagogue,
even though many of the new
Synagogues have designation.

Jewish Community Center of

Millville, they are to all intents

and purposes Synagogues, and

their memberships form congre-

gations.

There are other causative fac-

tors making for the creation of

a Synagogue in a suburban
community besides mere prox-

imity of a number of Jewish

families. The desire for identifi-

cation as Jews, the interest in

the education of children, a sense

of community - mindedess that

sees the characteristic American
group organization in the com-
munity as church and syna-

gogue, the desire to escape the

anonymity of their former apart-

menty of their former apart-

ment—dwelling status and the

feeling that the house holder

and homeowner has a real stake

in the community and ought to

be visibly and actively represen-

ted at their best ; all combine to

encourage the new suburbanite

form a congregation or to join

one.

In the new community the

first goal is the formation of a

single Synagogue, the erection

of one simple structure to house

the congregation. Sometimes
the effort will be made to have
one Synagogue serve the needs

of all elements in the commu-
nity. The effort is never too suc-

cessful except in making the un-

knowing, and most of those who
settle in the suburbs are in that

class, turn to the study of Juda-

ism, of Jewish ritual, forms and
practices, of ideas and back-

grounds in the development of

Judaism in America. The new
congregation usually turns to be

a Conservative or Reform Con-

gregation; and unqualified orth-

( doxy is rarely a third choice

;

it is often no choice at all.

The decision to make the first

new congregation in the com-
munity conservative or Reform
is most often made by vote, a

democratic procedure that pro-

vides something new in Jewish

history. The vote may follow

weeks of discussion, polls, trial

services, acrimonious or good-

natured debate and an excite-

ment about Judiasm and religion

in general that drives every

other topic of discussion, tele-

vision, new cars, the doubleshift

school session, late commuting
trains and wall-to-wall carpeting

into the background. But let us

not deceive ourselves into think-

ing that the matter is settled by
a vote. The arrival of the High
Holidays, the order of the loyal

of what type of congregation is

best for the Jews of Surburbia

going at a fever-pitch of excited

discussion of months and even

years, until the community has

grown to the dimensions of a

second synagogue and the dis-

satisfied Conservative group or

the unhappy Reform contingent

will suddenly decide that the

time has come for the formation

of a second new congregation.

While this seeming divisiveness

may be deplored by those who
cry ' unity" as a catchword, it

actually has beneficial results.

It keeps the synagogue organi-

zation alert ; it makes it evaluate

what is being done and planned

;

it removes tensions caused by
seeking to force all men and

minds into a single pattern; it

stimulates the zeal of our people

as the leaders of the new con-

gregation go out and seek fol-

lowers and members to join

them. It also prevents the con-

gregation from becoming too

large, as well might be the case

in a new and growing suburban

community. In the new subur-

ban community there are real

social forces that make Syna-

gogue membership important to

status and self-respect, with the

result that the deplorable condi-

tion of 50 to 75% of Jewish fam-

ilies unaffiliated with the Syna-

gogue in certain communities

does not prevail. The suburban

community begins to approxi-

mate the situation of many of

our smaller, established commu-
nities, where upwards of 95%
are affiliated with the Syna-

gogue. Under these conditions a

suburban community of two to

three thousand Jewish families

could not be Synagogue-centered

in one congregation.

There are a number of condi-

tions in suburban life that affect
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the character of the Synagogue.

The Synagogue building itself

takes on a new face and form.

It is simple by necessity and de-

sign. It requires a large plot for

a spread -out single story ar-

rangement and for a good-sized

parking-lot. You can go to a sub-

urban synagogue without a hat

as many do and then take or

leave it is of prime importance.

The class-rooms and social hall

will take up a large, part of the

Synagogue area. Many new.

synagogues will for reasons of

economy have a large auditor-

ium that will serve as social hall

and sanctuary. While the ques-

tion of gymnasium facilities

will wait to be resolved, a youth

lounge and a social hall are

"musts" that cannot long-Hoe de- -

ferred.

The make-up of the congrega-

tion in Suburbia influences its

character greatly. Membership

is usually on a family, basis and
women will expect to sit with

their husbands, work with their

husbands, have an equal say-^

at congregational meetings and
hold office on the Board of Trus-

tees as do their husbands. This

makes orthodoxy at least in

these respects somewhat diffi-

cult, if not possible to main-
tain in Synagogue life. The par-

ticipation of members in the

Synagogue service becomes
much more real in the suburban
synagogue, when many of them
are found in the Temple Choir,

are called to the reading of the

Torah, will conduct the services

in the absence of the Rabbi;
teach in the religious school,

publish Temple bulletins, and
year books, serve as traffic di-

rectors on Sunay mornings,
gather for adult studies, join in

a Bible breakfast with the Rabbi
and even do a job of helping to

build, expand or decorate the

Temple structure.

The Suburban synagogue pro-

vides for the combination of re-

ligious, social and educational

activities. The Sabbath Eve ser-

vices are the beginning of an
evening in the Synagogue that

includes the Oneg Shabbat, dur-
ing which neighbors may chat
and welcome new families to the
congregation and which may be
a pleasant interlude between
worshpip and learning. The fo-

rum or discussion hour or study
group may follow the Oneg
Shabbat ; the Rabbi may be plied

with questions, men and women
in the congregation may lead in

discussion on readings from

Jewish literature or programs of

Jewish music. On occasion the

Oneg Shabbat may be the
spring-board for launching a

discussion of some community
need for raising funds for some

important project or organiza-

tion. The Sabbath Eve services

2 — Maintenance of a sound economy.

3 — Preservation of civil rights for all citizens.

The best hope for the world seems to me, to lie in an America

strong enough to lead the world to government under law. Unless we

have a world governed by law, we can never have the worldwide

freedoms and human understanding that are necessary to the pre-

servation of peace.

Of the three great challenges to Americans, civil rights may well

turn out to be the most important of all because, unlike defense and

economics, it is an area of weakness for us. In fact, I am convinced

that it is the most important because those rights, as they pertain

to the individual and as they are defended for him, are the very core

and essence of our political and economic system. They are the heart

and soul of the democratic way, and of government under the law.

We are negating the objective of universal government under

law so long as we cling to the idea, and express it in practice, that

there are second class citizens in the United States.

The totalitarian enemies of democracy have no more powerful

weapon against us today, short of war, than the fact that the 14th

amendment is openly, flagrantly and definitely violated as to men
with colored skins, and that neither Congres nor the courts have

found means to protect the civil rights enumerated and defined in

that amendment.

More than half the people on earth are what Caucasians call

colored; they are stirred as never before by aspirations of freedom.

But they want no brand of freedom that relegates them to an infer-

ior position. As long as enemy propagandists call them that under

the American style of democracy they are doomed to inferior status,

just that long will they shy away from our leadership!

People often take pride in prejudice; they are not ashamed,

Heaven pity them! And yet prejudice — which is hate and envy,

which is the slimy feeling of false superiority — is, together with

nationalized greed, the root of war. weapons to destroy a people and

a nation.

I believe that the extermination of prejudice is not accomplished

by wars but by ordinary men, women and children, through their

attitudes toward one another. In recent years the people who have

most helped me, outside of my immediate family, are Jews and

Gentiles, Catholics and Protestants.

force national unity.

No one would be happier than Soviet Russia if the Catholics,

Protestants and Jews of the United States could be brought to hate

of Santa Claus and the evergreen tree, in particular, are in

no way connected with the birthplace of Jesus, but are distinct-

ly Western European. The Christian church must obviously be
aware of the commercialization that is undoubtedly present.

Let them do something about it if they want to—or can. They
surely do not need to have the condition called to their atten-

tion by our rabbis, and can the rabbis reasonably expect that

their opinions will effect a change? -

Talking of holidays, with* the advent of 1957 we once again
heard a voice raised objecting to. the^ celebration by Jews of

January 1st as New Year's Day. The argument advanced is

that this date, coming 8 days after what is regarded as the
birthday of Jesus, was the date of the bris. Hence Jews should
not celebrate it. Just how far-fetched can one's thinking be-

come?

While on the subject of Christianity and Judaism, we
would call your attention to the fact that Dr. Ellis Rivkin,
Professor of History at the Hebrew Union. College-Jewish
Institute of Religion, in Cincinnati, Ohio, will use that as his
very subject in a talk which will be given at Temple Emanuel
in Greensboro, on the night of February 10th, under the
auspices of the Sidney J. Stern Lodge. Dr. Rivkin thrilled the
group attending the B'nai B'rith Institute of Judaism at Wild-
acres last August with a series of lectures on Christianity and
Judaism, and a treat is in store for those who will hear him in
Greensboro.

There is an importance difference that must be emphasized
in the talk Dr. Rivkin will give, as compared with the remarks
of Rabbis Eisendrath and Rosenblum. Dr. Rivkin deals with
the life of Jesus as a Jew, and clears up much the misunder-
standing as to what led to the crucifiction and who was re-

sponsible. THAT is definitely our concern.

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(Continuiad from Page 7)

in Suburbia begin at a late hour,

sometimes as late as 9 o'clock

since it takes some members an

hour and a quarter or more to

reach their places of business or

professional occupation. But the

Sabbath Eve often lasts until

midnight and even later in the

Synagogue. The baby-sitter
makes the Synagogue visit a

costly outing and the husband

and wife are eager to make the

most of it.

The same combination of in-

terests in the suburban syna-

gogue will give a unique charac-

ter to many activities. A get-to-

gether dinner dance or Sunday
morning breakfast will not have

a single purpose, sociability and
fellowship; it may also be a

fund-raising device, a means of

making a congregational meet-

ing inviting, an opportunity to

meet the Rabbi, to join in study

and discussion with him. Coffee

and cake, bagel and lox may of-

ten be used both as refreshment

for the tired body and as stim-

ulant to the weary mind.

In the suburban synagogue
the Rabbi must live near to and
among his people,. The new con-

gregation may start with a part-

time Rabbi, a week-end visitor

but it won't be satisfied for long

with preach and run rabbinical

service. The growing congrega-

tion will have growing problems
and pains and will tax the skill

and understanding of the Rabbi.

If the Rabbi likes books, that is

good and as it should be, but
he must also like people and be
available to them as pastor and
counsellor. The role of Rabbi
may not be essentially different

in the suburban synagogue, but
the emphasis on aspects of his

service and the distribution of

bis time will of necessity be
different. He will spend more of
his time in personal service, in

visiting his people, in welcoming
new families into the congrega-
tion, in working with young
people, in being the guide and
counsellor of his people. The
evening hours, when the men re-

turn to their homes will be much
in demand and will take the

Rabbi most often away from
borne and study. As far as the

public is concerned, when every-

one else's work is finished, the

rabbi's only then seems to be-

gin.

While the suburban synagogue

BEN GURION AT 70
By PHILIP RUBIN

On the second day of the Suc-
coth festival, David Ben-Gurion
celebrateed his seventieth birth-

day received tributes from Jews
all over the world. Those were
well-earned tributes to a man
who more than any other person
was responsible for the re-es-

tablishment of Jewish indepen-
dence in the ancient homeland
after a lapse of nearly 1,900
years. Those were tributes not
only to a statesman but to a
colorful personality who always
breathes a holiday atmosphere
and who infects others with his

festive mood, the mood of the
dreamer who lives his dream,
the stubborn, fanatical idealist

who brushes aside every-day
realities in marching toward his

goal.

Ben-Gurion, like the President

of the United States, like the
Prime Minister of Britain, is not
only head of his government,
but also leader of his political

party—in his case the Labor
Party Mapai. As such, he has
been exposed to severe criticism

by other parties in Israel, just

as the heads of government are

exposed to severe criticism by
their opposition parties in other

democracies. But even his sever-

est critics will admit, if hard
pressed, that the Jewish State

would have been much poorer

today in every way if it hadn't
had the leadership of David Ben-
Gurion ever since its establish-

ment.

It is now half a century since

the septuagenarian Ben-Gurion
first came to Israel—then called

Palestine—to work on the soil as

a halutz, a pioneer, in a kibbutz,

a collective colony. A few years

ago, when Ben-Gurion tempor-
arily gave up the Premiership
and gave a magnificent example
of idealism to Israeli youth by
becoming a pioneer worker again
in a new colony in the Negev,
Sde Boker, a journalist, asked
him whether it had ever occur-

red to him fifty years ago that

he might live to see the estab-

lishment of the Jewish State.

Ben-Gurion looked at him in as-

tonishment. "How else could it

be? How otherwise would all

these young men have left their

homes, have abandoned every-

thing, if they hadn't lived with
the idea of a Jewish State ? Why
did I leave Plonsk, my little town
in Poland, and say forewell to

Polish Jewry?" he replied.

Ben-Gurion had the vision as
well as the courage and determi-
nation to carry out his dream.
This fanatical determination
came to a climax in 1948 when,
while other Zionist leaders were
hesitant, Ben-Gurion proclaimed

FRANKLIN J. MOSES- 1868
Chief Justice of South Carolina

All minorities take pride in a

fellow member who attains high

place in public life. But in the

Jewish case it is not mere
clannishness. It is largely

due to the peculiar status that

they occupied for 15 centuries

—

in fact, since Christianity tri-

umphed. Immediately the Jews
were declassed as citizens of the

Roman Empire. Excluded from
civic and military honors for so

long a period, they naturally be-

came koved hungry.

Therefore it seems strange

that they should ignore the first

Jew to become Chief Justice of

the Supreme Court in a modern
state.

Kosher cut known as tenderloin.

Lay the meat on a board, and

sprinkle the surface with 1 tea-

spoon minced parsley, 1 teaspoon

minced onion, teaspoon of

salt, and % teaspoon of pepper.

Roll the meat as you would a

jelly roll and tie with heavy
thread.

Spread the mixture on the meat
evenly, roll up and tie with

heavy white thread. Turn in the

ends to make it even and shape-

ly.

Cut into dice an onion, turnip

and carrot. Place them in a

greased baking pan. Lay the

rolled meat on the vegetables,

and add enough stock or water

to cover the pan 1 inch deep.

Add a few sprigs of parsley, a

bay leaf, 3 cloves, 1 teaspoon of

salt, and 14 teaspoon of pepper.

Cover the pan tightly and place

in an oven heated to 325 degrees

F. Cook slowly for several hours,

until the meat is very tender.

Roast Veal

The shoulder and breast of

veal are best for roasting. Al-

ways buy veal that is fat and

white. Prepare for the oven in

the following manner: Wash &
then dry ; rub it well with salt, a

very little ground ginger, and
dredge it well with flour. Lay in

roasting pan and put slices of

onion on top with a few table-

spoons of goose fat or drippings.

Cover tightly and roast, allow-

ing 35 minutes to the pound.

Baste frequently. Veal must be
well done. When cold it slices as

nicely as turkey.

Breast of Veal—Roasted

Roast as directed above. Have
the butcher cut a pocket to re-

ceive the stuffing. Prepare
bread stuffing and sew up pock-

et. Sprinkle a little caraway seed

on top of the roast. A table-

spoon of lemon juice adds to the

flavor. Baste often.

Stuffed Shoulder of Veal

Have the butcher remove the

blade from shoulder of veal. Fill

the opening with any desired

stuffing and sew. Chopped, cook-

ed mushrooms and a teaspoon

of lemon juice will improve the

flavor of the stuffing. Roast as

above.

Fricasseed Veal

Use the breast or shoulder for

this purpose, the former being

preferable, and cut it up into

pieces, not too small. Sprinkle

each piece slightly with fine salt

and ginger. Heat a tablespoon of

goose oil or poultry drippings

in a stew-pan, and lay the veal

in it. Cut up an onion and 1 or 2

tomatoes (a tablespoon of can-

ned tomatoes will do), add with

a little water, and stew two
hours, closely covered. When
done mix a teaspoon of flour and

a little water and add to the

veal. Chop up a few sprigs of

parsley, add it, boil up once and
serve. Use 3 pounds of veal for

5 portions.

pride in his forebears. His

grandfather helped the patriots

during the Revolutionary War.

In a letter General Thomas Sum-

ter declared: "After the fall of

Charleston, his treatment of the

wounded and prisoners was ex-

tremely friendly and humane . . .

that on these occasions he ex-

pended a considerable sum in

relieving them."

His father, Meyer Moses, was

a man of parts. In 1810 he rep-

resented Charleston County in

the State Legislature. A mem-
ber of the South Carolina Socie-

ty for the Promotion of Domes-

tic Arts and Manufacturers, he

was also a Commissioner of Free

Schools and Director of the

Planters and Mechanics Bank.

During the War of 1812, he

commanded a company of mili-

tia as captain, then was promot-

ed major, and served on the

Committee of Twenty One for

Adding to the Defense of the

City. He was the author of two

well written tracts : Oration De-

livered at Tammany Hall on the

12th May 1831 and Full Annals

of the Revolution in France.

Economic conditions seem to

have deteriorated in Charleston

until it became difficult to earn

a living. Younger men left the

state to make successful careers

elsewhere. Despite his activities

and standing, Meyer Moses de-

parted in 1825 and settled in

New York. But his 21-year-old

son Franklin did not follow. Per-

haps discord in religious atti-

tudes had already become mani-

fest. The father, always loyal to

Judaism, probably detected the

growing indifference, perhaps

resentment, of the son towards

his ancestral faith and folk.

Franklin decided to survey

the state for better prospects.

A graduate from South Carolina

College at 17, he studied law at

the office of James L. Pettigru,

one of the ablest lawyers in

American history, and was ad-

mitted to the bar. Passing

through Clarendon, he accepted

the invitation of Judge Richard-

son to spend a night at his

home; there were no hotels or

inns in the vicinity. The judge

was struck with the demeanor,

the latent ability in the young
house guest, and advised him to

settle in Sumter.

The sponsorship of Judge

Richardson launched Moses into

society and helped him acquire a

lucrative law practice that ex-

tended to several neighboring

counties. In 1842 he was elected

to the General Assembly and
served in the State Senate till

1862. In public life he displayed

high capacities and impressed

colleagues with the careful at-

tention to official tasks and du-

ties. During the greater part of

his legislative career he served

as Chairman of the Senate Judi-

ciary Committee, a strategic

post for approving or re-

jecting proposed laws. In the

Back Stage With Edward G. Robinson

By JACK GORDUN

By his own admission, Ed-

ward G. Robinson was born

twice. The first time was in

Bucharest, Rumania — almost

sixty-three years ago, on De-

cember 12, 1893. He was named
Emanuel Goldenberg. Ten years

later his parents migrated to

America and settled in the

Bronx.

"But I feel that I was really

born when I came to this coun-

try," he told me, biting into his

trademark, his cigar. "I don't

say that to chop ten years off

my life. But here I found a ref-

uge from all the pogroms that

marked my formative years

when I first became aware of

living."

We were backstage at the

ANTA theatre, where he is star-

ring in Paddy Chayefski's first

Broadway play, "Middle Of The
Night." Even though we were
in the small star dressing room,

he made me feel like a guest in

his home ; he's that sort of man.
He offered more than a cigar, to

put me at ease and make me
comfortable ; he offered me the

warmth of his own personality.

I turned to the problem cur^

rently occupying an
,
important

part of Mr. Robinson's . life.

"How do you," Tasked him, "at

62-plus, feel . about marrying a

woman thirty years younger?"
My own question, however, , em-
barrassed me and made me feel

like the . announcer of Helen

Trent who, for years, has been

asking, "Can a woman of 35 or

even beyond, capture the ro-

mance of youth?"

Mr. Robinson took the cigar

out of his mouth long enough to

let the metallic laugh associated

so long with "Little Caesar" fill

the dressing room. "I know what
you're getting at," he said. "You
want to know just how far I

carry this business of character-

ization, of living a part. Would
I, as Robinson offstage, behave
as I, Kingsley, do onstage?"

In "Middle Of The Night," the

dress manufacturer, who com-
plains that every day he finds

more of his friends dropping

dead all around him, falls in love

with a girl 29 years his junior.

"Fortunately or unfortunately

for me," Mr. Robinson was say-

ing, "the situation doesn't exist

in my own private life. But gen-

erally I'd say that such a mar-
riage depends upon the circum-

stances. In the play, for in-

stance, the girl offers
.
youth.

That's, true. And
. there's no

substitute for youth. But on the

other hand the older man. offers

culture, experience, affection, a

way of life., A pretty good bar-

gain it seems to me—as long as

there is a meeting. of. the minds.

If. there .is that meeting of the

minds, : then age. is merely—-".he
shrugged, "a state of mind."

Edward G. Robinson hadn't

always realized he wanted to- be

an- actor;- As -a boy, his first am-
:

-it ion was to become a rabbi: He
felt, however, that since- he had
cut too many sessions in Ched-

dar, who was he to interpret the

teachings of God. Much laterrhe

admitted to himself that the

only thing that would qualify

him as a rabbi was his ability

to be honest with himself — and

if he wanted to be honest with
himself, he had to admit that

THE MMGI€ CAHPET
By D. SCHOCHER

The term Magic Carpet is well

known to every Jew as the

romantic name of the operation

by which the many thousands
of Jews of Yemen were flown

to Israel.

This too is a story of a Magic
Carpet. But of a different kind

of carpet, of a real carpet, the

kind you buy in a department
store. A beautiful carpet on
which Queen Esther would have
been only too pleased to walk.

Funny thing, it begins with
the Magic Carpet of the flying

kind.

Shlomo Haim, a gray bearded
Jew had been flown to Israel

in the operation Magic Carpet of

1949. He was a Persian Jew who
had drifted into Aden at the

Southern tip of the Arabian
peninsula and had there earned
a meagre livelihood weaving car-

pets from goat and sheep wool
for British government officials

in the Aden protectorate.

You can already see this is a

new chapter in the Book of Es-
ther. Anyway, it's all very true
and very real.

As I say, it starts with Shlomo
Haim, the gray bearded Jew

flown on the Magic Carpet to

Israel.

These oriental Jews are hard
workers, everyone thought in Is-

rael. There is a lot of hard work
that needs to be done, and they

will do it.

"Shlomo Haim," said the man
at the Labor office in Israel, "go
down to Ness Ziona. You can

get work there digging a ditch."

When the ditch was finished,

they would say, "Shlomo Haim,
they need orange pickers at Ris-

hon Le Zion."

Sometimes they would say to

him, "Sorry, Shlomo Haim, to-

day there is no work."

Shlomo Haim worked in

ditches, in orange groves. When
there was no work, or at nights,

he would do a little carpet weav-
ing in his hut. He had collected

some sticks and improvised a
hand loom. He didn't have much
money for wool, but he bought
enough to make a few rugs for

friends.

One day, Mrs. Ruth Dayan,
wife of Israeli Chief of Army
Staff, walked into a hut. An
ordinary immigrant hut. Almost

McDuffie and Barnwill Rhett,

no one had a better knowledge
of public affairs and the state's

political history. In 1860 he was
sent as South Carolina's Com-
missioner to the North Carolina

Secession Convention. A mem-
ber of the State Constitutional

Convention of 1865, he was
elected Judge of the Circuit

Court while a Senator.

The war ended and the crush-

ed south was in hopes that the

mild policies of Lincoln would be

implemented by his successor.

But the Radicals seized power
and all but impeached the Presi-

dent. Under Ulysses S. Grant, a

harsh Reconstruction attempted
to subvert the social and politi-

cal order of the south. The ex-

Confederates were disfranchised

and the former slaves put in the

saddle. For the vanquished it

was a period of physical suffer-

ing and spiritual distress.

In this time of trouble, the

white southerners expected ev-

ery native son to stand shoulder

to shoulder for white supremacy.

The penniless adventurers from
the north who swooped down to

make their fortunes in the rav-

aged area were scornfully dub-

bed carpetbaggers. But the deep-

contempt was reserved for the

native white scalawag who join-

ed the carpetbagger in exploit-

ing the bewildered, naive ex-

slave to attain political power
and economic well-being. South
Carolina soon came under the

rule of carpetbaggers and scala-

wags. The state groaned under
the high taxes that went to pay
for the riotous living of corrupt

politicians, backed by Federal

troops. A Walpurgis night of

revelry, bribery, and general

corruption ran riot in high

places.

In 1868 Franklin Moses, Sr.

was 64 years old. He had served

the state with unselfish devo-

tion, and in turn had received

honors and distinctions. A com-
pletely integrated South Caro-

linian, he had married Miss Jane

McLellan and raised Franklin,

Junior, in the Protestant faith.

No longer identified with a mi-

nority sect, he had no need to

bolster up an insecure status

with the power and influence of

the victorious Federals. There-

fore a shock awaited the friends

and admirers of Franklin J.

Moses, Sr. They were all but

stunned to learn that their trust-

associate had accepted from the

Republican, Negro - carpetbag-

ger - scalawag Legislature of

1868 the position of Chief Jus-

tice of South Carolina's Supreme
Court. In the eyes of white Car-

olinians, Franklin J. Moses, Sr.

became a scalawag, guilty of

treachery to his state and to the

white race.

In our days of desegregation

and civil rights, when dyed-in-

the-wool Dixiecrats vote the Re-

publican ticket, the transfer of

party allegiance does not appear

so black. But the ravages of war
and defeat, the subversion of so-

ciety and government all but

shell-shocked the taut nerves of

South Carolinians. Yet there is

no evidence that the elder

Franklin Moses became an ac-

tive Republican guiding the new
party with his astute council or

rich experience. On the con-

trary, the Radicals came to re-

gard him as favoring his former
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colleagues, the Democrats. Tha

question remains why did he

take a step that forfeited public

esteem and private friendships?

The answer might simply be

that when the new party offered

him the highest position in the

state judiciary, he just could not

reject the opportunity to satisfy

his strongest ambition. Of
course, neither Moses nor any-

one else could foresee the pillage

and deterioration that followed.

The important thing is how
did the Supreme Court conduct

itself during the nine years of

Republican rule? It would be

quite natural, under the circum-

stances, to suspect this court of

the same corruption that pre-

vailed in the other branches of

government. Every one knew
that Justice Moses had great in-

fluence over the Negro Associ-

ate, Justice Wright, and conse-

quently dominated the court.

Considering the frustrations

and public feelings of outrage, it

would not be surprising for peo-

ple to imagine the Chief Justice

and his son, the Chief Executive

of South Carolina from 1872-

1874, hatching sinister plots to

despoil and to defraud. But the

researcher seeks through the

indication of fraud, chicanery, or

simple dishonesty. There were

many able lawyers in the state

who appeared before the court

and scrutinized the decisions

with careful suspicion. Not a

word of criticism has come down.

In fact, this court bent back-

wards when it refused to ratify

a bond issue of $4,000,000 pass-

ed by the Republican General

Assembly because it looked sus-

picious. In their masterful work,

South Carolina During Recon-

struction, the North Carolina

professors, Francis B. Simkins

and Robert H. Woody, declare:

"In spite of the fact that the

Supreme Court was composed of

a scalawag, carpetbagger, and

Negro, its administration was
fair and equitable."

Ironically, Chief Justice
Moses actually rendered impor-

tant political service to the very

Democrats who considered him
a scalawag. In 1876 the nation

was bewildered to learn that two
opposing Governors and Legisla-

tures were operating side by

Resort Predjudice In North Carolina

With the passing of another Brotherhood Week, and our

thoughts once again concentrated on such things as predjudice

and intolerance, it is fitting that we should comment on the

excellent report submitted at the joint conference of the North
Carolina Anti-Defamation Advisory Board, and the North
Carolina B'nai B'rith Association Executive Committee, held

in Winston-Salem on February oth and 10th,

The report was submitted by a sub-committee of the Board,

appointed to study the matter of discrimination against Jews
by resorts in North Carolina. The committee was headed by

Robert Livermore, of Roanoke Rapids, and was under the

general supervision of Jules Witten, of Gastonia, chairman of

the board. It reflects considerable painstaking labor, and the

committee is to be congratulated on its diligence and the result

of its findings.

The modus operandi of this exhaustive survey is explained

by Mr. Witten.

"Our survey was undertaken in this way," he said, "letters

over the names of Watts and Levy were sent at least 24 hours

apart this year to resorts recommended in the AAA Accom-
modations Directory 1955-1956 and to other resorts, requesting

information as to the availability of accommodations at the

same period of time. Sometime later, a second set of letters

over the names of Liverman and Cohen were sent to these

resorts. Where any question was raised in our mind by the

response or what appeared to be discriminatory language in

the promotional material received, I wrote the manager or

owner of each resort a personal letter asking if the resort "bars

would be guests who are Jewish."

Evaluation of the findings reveals that 38 per cent of the

resorts tested tinder the above method, do not welcome mem-
bers of the Jewish faith. This may come as something of a shock
to many of us North Carolinians, but there can be no question
of facts in the findings, which are documentary, and in our
opinion, most conservative.

Of course, hotel discrimination against Jews is nothing new.
We have commented on various manifestations on the national
scene a number of times. However, this is the first opportunitv
we have had to see the picture in its entirely as it exists in our
own back-yard.

If the matter were not so serious we could get many a

chuckle out of the cuteness of many of the replies to the letters

sent. We do not believe that anything would be gained by men-
tioning names, so we will use numbers as designations.

Number i did not reply to the Levy or Cohen letter. Watts
and Liverman received a rate leaflet which noted, "We cater
to a selected clientel." Levy was informed that the hotel was at

its capacity.

Number 2 stated "In order to preserve the congenial club-

like atmoshere, reservations are limited to those who, in our

opinion, would be compatible." The leaflet states also, "Near
Catholic and Protestant Churches."

Number 3 offered Liverman accomodations, but told Levy

that they were filled through Labor Day. The response to the

Witten letter indicated that this resort "Tends to discourage

very many Jewish guests."

Number 4 offered Liverman and Watts accomodations, but

told Levy and Cohen that they had no room.

Number 5. Brochure received by Liverman, who was wel-

comed, said "Selected Clientele." Cohen received a reply which
stated, "Unforunately you have picked a most crowded
month."

Number 6 welcomed Watts, Cohen was told there was no
room available.

Number 7 enclosed promotional material to Liverman, but
Cohen was told he could not be taken care of.

Number 8. Watts received promotional material and urged
to make definite reservations. Levy received a reply which
stated, "We cater to a selected clientele." There was no such

reference in the Watts reply. Watts received a follow-up letter,

but no so Levy.

Number 9 welcomed Watts, and Liverman. Cohen was told

that it was booked until Labor Day.

Number 10. Watts was welcomed. Levy was told there was
no room.

And so it went. Further notations would be repetitious.

Here are some interesting quotes in letters replying to Wit-
ten. Incidentally, only 8 of 22 replied.

One said, "... I wish to report that we have always had un-

written regulations which have prevented us from accepting

reservations from Jewish people. Naturally, there are excep-

tions to all rules but we do follow this as closely as possible . . .

I . . . wish, from a business standpoint, we could accommodate
you."

"We wish (o advise that we cater to a Christian clientele

which we believe will answer your questions as to accommoda-
tions for meetings and vacations," said another.

The survey finds that many of the resorts attempt to iden-

tify themselves as "Clubs," with accomodations only to those

recommended by members. However, two replies showed
dearly that this was a blind. One which made this claim, in-

vited Watts and Liverman, without any insistence on recom-
mendations by a club member. Another also welcomed Watts
and Liverman, also without references, but not Levy or Cohen.

The committee appended to its report several recommenda-
tions to deal with the situation. They are

1 . Release of this survey to the press.

2. Appointment of a special committee of our Board to di-

rect the ADL campaign to eliminate resort discrimination in
North Carolina.

I read the South Africa Jew-

ish Times (Johannesburg) and

there I find a 4-column headline

which asks :

' What Is Being

Done For Our Children?" It

ALFRED SEGAL
seems that Johannesburg kids

haven't been attending syna-

gogue in any large numbers ; at-

tendance of the young in Johan-

nesburg's Great Synagogue has

fallen off from 100 to some 40-

odd.

Mr. Kirsch, a Johannesburg

leader, was saying at a meeting

of United Hebrew Congregations

in that city: "We are in danger

of losing the children to Reform,

because we are not doing enough

for the children, and what we
are doing is not done in the right

way."

Well, it seems that's the way
it goes ... all around the world

... in the town say of Sunset,

USA, and even as far away as

Johannesburg, South Africa. Ev-

erywhere the same sort of wor-

ry ; what about those kids and
their future life as Jews? And
what's to become of Judaism if

they don't grow up in the relig-

ious way of Jewish life?

Mr. Kirsch is afraid Johannes-

burg Jewry may lose its young
to Reform, but I should tell him

:

Reform in the United States is

troubled about its kids, too. The
parents complain what a hard

job it is to get them off, on Sun-
day morning, to the one-day-a-

week of Judaism that they get

in the Reform Sunday school.

Oh, Mr. Kirsch, you should be

present in some Reform Jewish

home in Sunset USA, or any-

where, some Sunday morning.

Papa, who would rather sleep

late on Sunday, after his daily

.abors in the office all through

the week, must be up early to

get the children started toward

Sunday school.

But no ! They refuse to budge

out of their beds at first. They
roll over and start sleeping

again. Papa pokes his boy Ber-

tram, papa pulls at Bertram.

Finally he does manage to get

Bertram started out of bed. Ber-

tram rubs his eyes, mumbles,
"Oh, Sunday school ! Same old

Sunday school! Every Sunday!"

. . . He crawls out of bed ... he

yawns . . . slowly he washes and
dresses . . . protests every sec-

ond through.

The small girl of the family

still is in her bed. She rolls this

way and that, as papa tries to

nudge her out. He even gives her

a kiss . . . "Bernice, dearest,

please! It's Sunday school time.

You'll be late."

Finally, he summons mama to

the project. Mama's still asleep

after the long Saturday evening

out at the party. "Sunday
again," she murmurs, "same
thing every Sunday. Those kids

just don't seem to care."

Mama gets into her house coat

. . . lovingly drags Bernice out

of bed . . . "You must get start-

ed, Bernice . . . please . . . It's

only 20 minutes before school

opens, and you don't want to be
late, do you?"

"Yes, I'd rather be late," Ber-

nice replies.

At last papa manages to get

Bertram and Bernice into the

family car . . . unwilling, almost
like kidnaped passengers ....
Bertram says: "Gee, dad, I'd

rather play ball this morning"
. . . Bernice keeps saying, "Same
old Sunday."

Well, Mr. Kirsch, that's about

what you'd find in Jewish homes
in the town of Sunset, USA, if

you could get over there some
Sunday morning from Johannes-

burg. And all this takes me back
to my own early Jewish educa-

tion.

I should tell you that my edu-

cation didn't get deep at all into

Talmud and a little deeper into

Torah. A rebbe came to our
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house several times a week to

teach me to read Hebrew from

the chumish and to translate. I

didn't go to schul every Sabbath

because my father, in his earlier

years of life, had to apply him-

self hard at his work every Sat-

urday. (Later in his life he was
among the most devout in schul

on the Sabbath.)

What I mean to suggest is

that our Judaism was mostly in

our own house, with our mother

as chief rabbi, you might say.

Yes, our home was the main seat

of our Judaism; there we kids

learned what it means to be a

Jew ... in all its beauty of spirit,

poetry and ethics. (So it was,

too, in most other homes in that

time.)

I must confess : On days when
I did go to synagogue my youth-

ful mind was straying away
from the service. Even when the

Sh'ma was being recited, I might
be meditating on the way I

dropped the ball in that crucial

inning of that ball game the day

before. But in our Jewish home

it was quite different, and I

bowed my head in spiritual un-

derstanding when mama recited

the blessing over the candles.

God was all over our dining room
then ; He seemed to issue from
the candle light.

Then papa came home from
the Friday evening service in

schul ... he made a duty of be-

ing in schul for Sabbath eve,

though he couldn't be there on

Shabbos itself. He read the chap-

ter from Proverbs which meant,

as we are told, that he was call-

ing mama a woman of valor. We
knew it was true that mama was
a woman of valor. It sure was a

good, true, holy Book which said

that of her.

Yes, that's how we got our

Jewish religion in those times

... in one's own house . . . out

of papa sitting king-like on his

cushioned throne at Seder; in

papa shaking the canister of

fragrant spices on the evening

after Sabbath by way of sym-
bolizing hope for a fragrant

In the midst of the present ex-

citement and preoccupation, I

haven't felt too gloomy. When I

ask people what it is that de-

presses them and gives them
their look of despair or uneasi-

ness, they always answer me in

terms of the day's headlines.

There doesn't seem to be a per-

spective among Jews. There

doesn't seem to be a feeling of

the big curve of Jewish history.

And I attribute this to what it

obviously is related to, namely,

a lack of information concerning

the greater meaning of Jewish
life and the Jewish experience.

I have been pondering a state-

ment that was issued by Nikita

Khruschev in his letter to Prime
Minister David Ben-Gurion in

which he says that "the State of

Israel is gambling recklessly and
immorally with the fate of man-
kind." I have been asking myself

how is it possible for one and a

half million people, or let's say

two million people, to gamble

with the fate of two and three-

quarter billion people? What
was the proportion between

these two? How could such a

thing come to pass? The only

explanation I could find was, of

course, that the tensions in this

world were such that a minor

incident such as that of a people

struggling to remain alive could

burst the global equilibrium.

That isn't the fault of that

little people. One might as well

blame an animal that is strug-

gling for its balance on the sum-

mit of a mountain top in Swit-

zerland for the avalanche which

is a consequence. Now an ava-

lanche is produced not by the

struggles of that animal or by
the wings of a bird passing over

that area. It is produced by an

enormous amount of snow and

ice in a state of unstable equilib-

rium. It so happens that in the

state of world disequilibrium

that we have today, Israel's

struggles to remain alive might

participate a world war. But we
didn't produce the state of un-

stable equilibrium. And if we
happen to disappear from the

scene and if, chas vechalilah Is-

rael should disappear, the world

disequilibrium will be just the

same.

Twenty or twenty-five years

ago when we began to protest

against the attitude of Hitlerism

against the Jews, we were told

that if we kept quiet and kept

out of the scene, it would be so

much better for world peace. We
were told, "You mustn't strug-

gle on the boat when you are

threatened with being drowned

because you are rocking the

boat." Well, we didn't rock the

boat and six million were drown-

ed. Did that save the peace of

the world? Obviously not. Nor
will it today if Israel were to be

deleted from the world scene. It

won't be deleted because in good

enough time the world will real-

ize that this is not the crucial

problem. The crucial problem is

the stabilization of the world in

such a fashion that Israel and
other small peoples can continue

in existence into the foreseeable

future.

In spite of our preoccupation

and our momentary depressions,

we keep on with the work of edu-

cation and those fundamentals

which have meant the essential

continuance and significance of

the Jewish people.

As most of you know, I am a

professional Jew . . . that is to

say, I am employed by the Jew-

ish people in various capacities.

And I differ from other profes-

sional Jews . . . like employees,

let's say, of the Zionist Organi-

zation, the American Jewish

Congress, or the rabbinate . . .

only in the fact that they are

managed by a regular organiza-

tion and get a weekly salary, and

I am on piece-work. One of the

functions of a person who is

thus in the employ of the Jewish

people seems to be to maintain

what the British call a "stiff up-

per lip" in the face of adverse

circumstances.

The question arises, how does

one do that? After all, I am also

human. I am subject to moods of

depression. My intelligence, my
study of Jewish history, my
view of this immense trajectory

of our existence on the stage of

recorded history ... all this tells

me that it can't come to an end

just because Nasser arose in the

Near East ; it can't come to an

end just because Hitler arose in

Germany. But there is such a

thing as a person's viscera . . .

commonly known as guts. And
sometimes they drop down on

your pelvis. And despite all your

intellectual belief in the compar-

ative eternity and the existence

of Jewish values, it is bad. The
situation is bad. What do you do

in a situation like that when you
happen to be in the employ of

the Jewish people and you are

supposed to go out and strength-

en, encourage and lift up the

spirits ?

It reminds me of a story of

Shmarya Levin, who went to

Palestine in 1911, before we had

the Jewish state and the whole

complex of Jewish colonies. Lev-

in met a group of Jewish work-

ers in the Valley of Jezreel, and

he looked with amazement, with

stupefaction almost, on their

courage, endurance, and high

spirits. He couldn't help asking

one of them, whom he took to a

side, how it was that the man
managed to maintain his spirits.

He asked him : "What do you do

when you get an attack of ma-
laria?" The man replied very

simply: "I go into my tent and I

fever down a little bit and I

come out." That is the job of the

Jewish teacher, the Jewish em-

ployee, the Jewish worker, when
your spirits are depressed. You
go into your own room, close the

doors, pull down the shades. You
suffer for the couple of hours

and you re-establish your view

of the grand perspective.

Now the grand perspective

isn't something you can talk

about in terms of today's head-

lines . . . at most, if you want to

be rather petty, you speak about

it in terms of your own life. I

came to America in 1914, as a

boy, at the age of 19. My own
life in America during these last

41 or 42 years has witnessed a

revolution in the Jewish makeup
of the community. When I got

here, my contemporaries, the

young people then 19, 20, 21

years of age, were universally of

the opinion that Judaism was
doomed to disappear. Older peo-

ple, too, said it couldn't survive

;

the cards were against it; the

whole situation meant the disso-

lution of Jewish life. And you
couldn't argue with them. Such
were the facts. In 1940 and 1950

. . . they said . . . the communi-
ties would be dismantled; the

Yeshivas, such as they were,

would have disappeared; the

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LOUIS LIPSKY

Maurice Samuel in his fore-

word to Louis Lipsky's "A Gal-

lery of Zionist Profiles," recent-

ly published by Farrar, Straus

and Cudahy, speaks of the in-

congruity of a gallery of Zionist

portraits without one on Lipsky

himself.

In truth, however, it cannot

be said that "A Gallery of Zion-

ist Profiles" is lacking in por-

traiture of the author himself,

for what emerges from the pro-

files is not alone the picture of

one of the most fascinating

pages in Jewish history and of

the men who adorned it with

script but of Lipsky, the man of

letters, the dreamer and the

path finder.

The art of portraiture in

words is a most difficult one.

The word is a more challenging

medium with which to convey

motion than is the brush, and

the ink-well requires more ten-

der care than the easel. Even

more trying for the pen is the

miniature in words, for this art

form not only requires dexterity,

imagination, ability at blending

colors and selectivity of impres-

sions but also the summoning of

words whose power and sweep

is enhanced not by a wealth but

by an economy of expression.

Lipsky is a master in the econ-

omy of words, and he has mas-

terfully illustrated that gift in

his profiles.

Lipsky remarks in the in-

troduction to the book that it

was his intention in penning the

profiles to give less of history

and more of the colorful per-

sonalities who adorned the pages

of the Zionist movement. He has

succeeded in both, however. On
the one hand the book is an

amazing collection of sketches

of men who seemed as if born

for Zionism and Jewish leader-

ship, and on the other hand it is

the unfolding of a movement
that has captivated the imagina-

tion of a people whose hope for

redemption was nourished on

tome, on tomid, eternity, and on

the ordained Return. Through

the pages, Lipsky often turns to

the practical problems that were

plaguing the dreamers on the

road to fulfillment, the differ-

ences that crept up among men
who saw the same vision, the in-

evitable personality clashes that

are the invariable concomitant

to mass movements, the disputes

and the great debates that char-

acterized World Zionist Con-

gress session, the minor jealous-

ies that divided men and the

rifts which at times seemed to

threaten the very foundations of

the Zionist movement. Yet, even

when he digresses from profile

to history Lipsky rises above

wochedigkeit, or the mundane.

By the turn of a phrase he adds

charm and freshness to thrice-

told tales of fact (the tactless

tale is of course always charm-

ing and fresh)

.

Lipsky modestly claims he

would be amply rewarded if all

he succeeded in doing was to

preserve for the historian or the

casual reader lively human ac-

counts of the personalities who
"contributed to the renascence

of Jewish life and the creation

of the State of Israel." That he

has achieved, and most credit-

ably. He has not only recaptured

moments of great history in

Zionism but also the turmoil and

the elation of the men who
helped create Jewish history in

this turbulent century which

simultaneously witnessed the

rise of the unmentionable and

the fulfillment of a dream that

preceded Herzl by centuries.

The honest writer, like the

true artist, does not distort

reality. He presents merely what

he sees. This writer is no judge

of the accuracy of the portrai-

ture of most of the subjects of

the book, but the feeling persists

that even in the rare moments
when Lipsky employs carica-

ture the motivation is not cyni-

cism but artistry.

Lipsky entered the interna-

tional Jewish scene in 1913

through the World Zionist Con-

gresses and in the course of the

many years of close contact with

the movement he absorbed not

only a profound grasp and un-

derstanding of the currents of

Jewish life, but an intimate

knowledge of the character of

the men who largely wTeaved its

pattern. In fact, he has been one

of the makers of that pattern.

Lipsky, the public figure, has

over the years shown impatience

with glamor, pomposity and

nostalgia. Yet, at times, he can

become deeply emotional and fall

back to sweet remembrances, as

when he speaks longingly of the

"grace and dignity" that charac-

terized Zionist Congress ses-

sions in the Herzl days when, he

says, "there was majesty which

was seldom revealed in later

days." Unconsciously perhaps

Lipsky again reveals much of

himself when, in his profile on

Ahad Ha-am, he speaks of Herzl

as the "author of truth in the

world of reality," as "the break-

er of precedent" and as a daring

adventurer" who, "with all his

practicality," dealt with dreams,

fantasy, drama, sentiment." Lip-

sky's linguistic instrument is

most incisive when limning

Herzl, the immortal Zionist who
"was impatient with God and
aimed to achieve in the few
years of his own life what his

people were unable to achieve in

two thousand years of suffering
and faith."

Of Max Nordau, who was
among the first and most power-

ful supporters of Dr. Herzl, Lip-

sky remarks that he was "the

resonant voice of the Zionist

Congress," even as Herzl had
been "the incarnation of the

leadership of the Zionist Move-
ment." In one of his many happy
phrases with which he cunning-

ly summarizes a man and his

works in counted words, Lipsky
says of Nordau's speeches in con-

nection with the Dreyfus Case:

"Read those addresses today and
you will marvel at their clarity

and daring, their dignity and
wisdom. Time has not washed
away the glow of his words."
Only one who is himself pos-

sessed of the glow of words can
speak so admiringly of a man's
mastery of language. Only a

man possessed with the glow of

words and Stardust could bridge

the period between Herzl and
Lord Balfour with such a dirge

as "not for a long time were
Zionists again to be quickened
by the excitement of discovery"

and "not for a long time were
they to experience the sensation

of touching the fringes of the

garments of Messiah."

There is temptation to pause

on all the compelling personali-

ties Lipsky has chosen to limn

in the book, but lack of space

now crowds us to the American

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HILBERT J. BERNSTEIN

In a big, beautifully-panelled

office in Downtown Richmond,

you will find a quiet, unassum-

ing business man known affec-

tionately to all Richmond and
most of Virginia as "Jack"

Bernstein. You would never

guess from his calm, friendly

smile and courteous manner that

you were talking with a man
who began his business life as

a grocer's clerk and now con-

trols the destinies of more than
forty corporations.

Hilbert Jacob Bernstein was
born in Baltimore, Maryland, at

the turn of the century. One of

nine children born to Abraham
and Esther Bernstein, his for-

mal education ended with gram-
mar school and he "grew up the

hard way." His first job was
clerking in a grocery store ten

to twelve hours a day, six days
a week. Then he became a sales-

man, was promoted to branch
manager, and finally manager of

a large concern. During this

period, he was constantly strug-

gling in his spare time to ac-

quire an education.

He moved to Richmond in

1935 and, with a few dollars and

a small stock of merchandise,

founded a direct-selling organi-

zation which today has branches

throughout the South. With the

profits from his first business

he started other businesses

which have grown and expanded

with phenominal success. Com-
panies under his direction are

now engaged in operating apart-

ment houses, medical office

buildings, hotels, retail stores,

housing developments, building

construction, mail order selling,

and many other ventures, all of

which are highly successful and
provide employment for several

thousand people.

However, he leads a simple

life and has no desire simply to

accumulate money. He looks

upon money as a means of creat-

ing values, of relieving suffer-

ing and poverty, of providing

employment for people, and he

uses his means for such pur-

poses.

In addition to his membership

in Temple Beth El and Temple

Beth Israel, he was one of the

founders of the Richmond Jew-

ish Community Council and the

Beth Sholom Home for the

Aged. Through his influence, a

children's summer camp is op-

erated on the James River and

it is aptly named "Camp Hil-

bert." He was one of the leaders

in the work of the U. J. A., the

J. D. A., and the A. D. L., and
received a Certificate of Leader-

ship from the National Trades

Council of the U. J. A.

But Bernstein's good work has

by no means been confined to

Jewish organizations. Saint Au-
gustine's Catholic Church now
has a fine play-ground for un-

derprivileged children, largely

through Bernstein's hard work
and fund raising ability. The
Missionary Sisters of Verona
(Catholic) have a comfortable

home due to his help in securing

furniture and fixtures. The En-
dowment Fund of Union Theo-
logical Seminary, a training

school for Episcopal ministers,

was a recipient of Bernstein's

generosity.

Much of his time has been

given to civic and charitable or-

ganizations of an interdenomi-

national nature. With Judge

James H. Montgomery, Jr., he

was one of the leaders in estab-

lishing the Boy's Club of Rich-

mond, of which he is a director.

He is also a director of the

Richmond Chapter, American

Cancer Society, and the Big Sis-

ter Association. With five other

prominent citizens, he organized

Richmond Baseball, Inc., to save

big-league baseball for the City

of Richmond. He has provided,

free of charge, quarters for such

movements as the Muscular Dys-

trophy Association, the Heart

Association, the Cancer Associa-

tion, and others.

In the Tumor Clinic, of the

Medical College of Virginia,

there is a large, beautifully-

furnished reception room for the

comfort of cancer patients and
their families. On the wall there

is a brass placque which reads:

"This Reception Room Donated
by the Reliable Home Equipment
Co.," a Bernstein company. In
the new Memorial Hospital of

Richmond, there is a ward bear-
ing this plaque on the door:
"This Room Dedicated to the
Relief of Human Suffering by
Jack and Ellis Bernstein."

Mr. Bernstein was married
November 19, 1921, to Miss
Edith Siff, of Baltimore. He has

a son, Ernest M. Bernstein, who
is associated with him in busi-

ness. His daughter, Florence, is

now Mrs. Melvin Cooper, and the

mother of three fine youngsters.

Mr. Bernstein has given him-

self, his time, and his means
wherever he has seen a need. As
Governor Darden, now president

of the University of Virginia,

once said to the writer, "Mr.

Bernstein is a very remarkable

man."

There was much heated discussion following the presen-
tation of the report at Winston-Salem. Finally it was decided
to have the next Board chairman, Dr. Leon Feldman, of Ashe-

Jewish centers would be sold to

Irish or Lithuanian groups;

there would be nothing left of

Jewish life. Why is it that in

1957 Jewish life is more vigor-

ous, more promising and more
creative than it was in 1914? I

won't go into why. The fact is

—

it is so. And the work that I

have been doing in the employ

of the Jewish people for the last

40 years hasn't been in vain and

is bearing fruit. There is coming
up a kind of tidal wave from un-

derneath. A tidal wave of Jew-

ish interest; of parents . . . very

young parents . . . who are the

children of that old despairing

generation who want their chil-

dren to be Jewish. They may not

even know what being Jewish is

;

they may not even know what
the content of Jewishness is. But
there is a longing to be re-identi-

fied with this ancient and appar-

ently enormously important phe-

nomenon which has a planetary

history. This has happened dur-

ing these 40 or 41 years since I

have been in this country.

It isn't a new phenomenon in

Jewish history. There have been
many large Jewish communities
before, which, when they ap-

peared, seemed to be destined

for extinction and after a time
asserted themselves and gave
values to the world at large.

Somehow or other

we came through. It doesn't

mean that individual Jews are

wondeiful people. It doesn't

mean that the Jewish people, as

such, is a very extraordinary

moral phenomenon. It means
that there seems to be incorpor-

ated in this group an idea which

is imperishable. It is this notion

of the ideal of the unphysical

triumphing over the physical

which . . . whenever I get these

temporary moods of depression

and uneasiness . . . lifts me out-

side the temptation to speak

sadly, and sends me out again

after a momentary period of re-

covery, to tell my fellow Jews,

"Es vet zein gut ... it will be

good." It may take a long time,

but if we can't have this feeling,

if we can't have this faith, then

the whole business, all the mis-

erable struggle, all the agonies,

and all the self-searchings don't

mef.n a thing. And I am not pre-

pared to admit that the world

doesn't mean a thing. If I were

to say a thing like that, I'd stop

writing, I'd stop lecturing, I'd

just lie down and perish without

a Kaddish. I just do not believe

that the world doesn't mean a

thing. And the people, or the

group, the community which has

longest and most persistently re-

pudiated the idea that the uni-

verse doesn't mean a thing is the

one in whose employ I am.

The Day I Met Anne Frank
by Vera Cohen, as told to Harold Herman

The story of Anne Frank and her diary, told in book form and in the current
Pulitzer Prize stage adaptation, has stirred millions. Vera Cohn, a former in-
mate of Camp Westerbork in Holland, where Anne Frank and her family
were confined for a time, recalls her meeting with them. After liberation. Vera
and her husband emigrated to the United States where Vera, in 1951, joined
the national staff of the Anti-Defamation League of B'nai B'rith. The Editor

I saw through a performance
of The Diary of Anne Frank in

a daze. Only part of me was
present in the theater. The rest

of my mind drifted off, lost in a

blur of faces that rose out of the

past.

Those faces, marked by hope

and anxiety, belonged to men,

women and children martyred by
the Nazis. I had seen so many of

them, old and young. Theirs was
a world of torment. So many
Anne Franks were swallowed up
in it. It came near blotting me
out, too.

I was shaken out of my trance

by a burst of applause as the

final curtain came down. My
husband and I left the theater

restless ; we walked for some
time before taking the subway
home. That night, I had trouble

falling asleep. I lay awake many
hours, just as I used to do in my
concentration camp bunk. All

sorts of mixed-up impressions,

fragments of past memories,

came back to me. The events of

the summer of 1944 crowded in

on me . . .

The armies of liberation were
fighting their way deeper into

Europe. I could hear the sound
of their big cannon across the

flatlands of eastern Holland. My
husband and I, as Jews, were
confined in Camp Westerbork, a

Nazi concentration camp near

the German border. Westerbork
was used as a way station for

the extermination centers east-

ward. The rush of Allied troops

meant, for us, that the race be-

tween death and liberation had
begun.

I met Anne Frank one after-

noon early in August. The Frank
family had just arrived from
Amsterdam. They had been

transported by train, in sealed

compartments.

Because I knew how to type,

the Nazis had assigned me to

the camp's receiving center

where I filled out identification

cards. That's how I first met the

Franks. They had been caught

living underground in Amster-

dam. For that, they were pen-

alized with special confinement.

They were assigned to a straf-

barak (punishment barrack). In-

mates herded into these bleak

quarters lived under severe

restrictions. They were kept un-

der the closest surveillance and

could not move around freely,

like other prisoners, within the

camp compound. We all wore

blue overalls but the Franks, like

others in a strafbarak, had to

wear red shoulder patches to dis-

tinguish them as prisoners who
were to receive harsher treat-

ment because they had been in

hiding. To us, the red shoulder

patch was a mark of esteem.

In all, they were a small group,

including Mr. Frank, his wife

and his two daughters, another

couple with a son, and a dentist

—all had hid together in Am-
sterdam. Mr. Frank was a pleas-

ant-looking man, courteous and
cultured. He stood before me
tall and erect. He answered my
routine questions, quietly. Anne
was by his side. Her face, by
certain standards, was not a

pretty one, but her eyes—bright,

young, eager eyes — made you
look at her again. She was
15 then; Margot, her sister, was
two years older.

None of the Franks showed
any signs of despair over their

plight. Their discovery and in-

ternment were indeed tragic,

touched with irony. We all knew,
by the inevitable prison grape-

vine, that the Nazis were losing

the war. The Frank family had
successfully evaded capture for

two years — only to be trapped
in the final months. As it turned
out, had they been able to re-

main five weeks longer, they

Portrait of an
Elder Statesman

(Concluded From Page 6)

scene, where Lipsky has been

linked for more than a half cen-

tury with men and women who
molded the Zionist movement,

kept vigil over the cradle, guard-

ed the vineyard that was Ameri-

can Jewry, brought the mission

of ultimate redemption to doors

giving signs of estrangement,

carried the rationale of Jewish

survival to wider segments of

our community and helped keep

the fires alive against the men-
ace of weakening and chilling

hands.

Fittingly, Lipsky opens the

chapter on America with Hen-

rietta Szold, a woman of valor

in the image of the Paslmist who
was "a Zionist before the advent

of Theodor Herzl" and whose
"love for Zion welled from her

love for things Jewish."

The most fascinating profiles

in this section deal with the late

Stephen S. Wise, whom Lipsky

calls the first American "Apos-

tle to the Gentiles," and Justice

Louis D. Brandeis, whose entry

into the Zionist movement mark-

ed an important landmark since

it brought to Zionism's doors a

segment of American Jewry pre-

viously believed to be beyond ap-

proach for inclusion in the Zion-

ist pattern. These two profiles

reflect the differences that were
emerging in the Zionist move-

ment with the advent of new
elements, the Weizmann-Bran-
deis controversy and the whole

gamut of disparity that was
bound to arise with the expan-

sion of the Zionist movement in-

to a more inclusive representa-

tive body of American Jewry.

Though he stood in the center of

the storm and the battles, Lip-

sky in his profiles is more the

objective observer than the sub-

jective participant. Again, this

attitude stems from Lipsky's

firm objective of presenting peo-

ple, the gifted and the dedicated

as well as the profligate and the

pious, rather than history.

It is perhaps unwise to remind

an octogenrian of the abundance
of his years, but the refreshing

vignettes Lipsky has brought us

in the ripening of his years are

of an eternally young man and
of an unreconstructed rebel

against time and its shame.

would have escaped the fate that

claimed the lives of all but Mr.

Frank.

But their composure, as they

grouped around my typing desk

in the receiving room was one of

quiet dignity. However bitter

and fearful the emotions that

welled within him, Mr. Frank
refused to compromise his dig-

nity as a person. His wife and
daughters, as though taking a

cue from him, acted precisely

he same.

I thought them to be nice peo-

ple, conspicuously so; a fine
' amily group. I remember that

the thought of it, at the time,

filled me with disquiet. For

family groups seemed to inspire

the most sadistic impulses of our

masters. The Nazis tried hard

to exploit the fiction that family

groups would be kept intact.

They frequently suspended a

prisoner from deportation until

his family members had joined

him voluntarily in Westerbork

—

only to deport them en masse.

Another ghoulish hoax was to

allow women who were seven

months pregnant to be reunited

in camp with their families, a

sort of snug family group. This

continued until the newborn
child was six weeks old. Then the

entire family, including the in-

fant, was dispatched to the

death chamber.

My husband is a lawyer. At
Westerbork he worked in an of-

fice adjoining the receiving room
where new inmates were allowed

to file petitions requesting a sus-

pension of their deportation. The
petitions were crucially im-

portant ; a stay of deportation

could mean the difference be-

tween life and death. It was
granted only in special cases, to

about one out of ten petitioners.

My husband was one of a group

of inmate lawyers who advised

and assisted petitioners in draw-
ing up the requests.

Those who held American or

English passports were singular-

ly successful in escaping de-

portation. Such persons were
useful to the Nazis in negotiat-

ing exchanges for their own
prisoners. Deportation was also

suspended in the cases of wound-
ed German veterans of the first

World War; but they had to

prove they were wounded at

least three times

!

Thousands of petitioners had
passed through my husband's

hands in the five years we were

held in Westerbork. It taught

him much about people.

When the Franks were led in-

to the office (he told me later)

he knew they were to get red

patches on their shoulders ; he

was painfully aware of the

futility of their petition. But

hope, no matter how slender its

thread, is one of the most power-

ful forces in a concentration

cr.mp.

These formalities over, the

Frank family was shut up in

their special barracks. We never

saw them again.

The following weeks were
momentous. In the final days of

August, the Allies had liberated

one corner of Holland. The Nazis

were in feverish haste to clear

the Dutch camps. The race for

death had picked up momentum.
Camp Vught, near s'Hertogen-

bosch, Brabant Province, had al-

ready been cleared of most of its

inmates who were deported to

German camps. A last remaining
group of 500 prisoners were
murdered on the spot. Wester-
bork was to be next.

The tension in our camp was
broken one Sunday morning as

2,000 inmates, including the

Frank family, were loaded into

a train heading east for Ausch-

witz. Another group left the

next day for Theresienstadt in

Czechoslovakia. Shortly after, a

third group left for Bergen Bel-

sen.

This mass exodus of death

was being repeated in other

West European camps. Many
prisoners refused to accept the

knowledge of the fate awaiting

them. Reports of the gas cham-
bers came over BBC, which we
listened to in secret. But the

stark truth was more than one

could bear ; it was dismissed as

British propaganda.

My husband and I were among
the last to leave Westerbork, lib-

erated by Canadian troops. Our

survival was a miracle. Or so it

seemed to us. The rapid advance

of the Allied armies threw the

Nazis executioners off balance

and cheated them out of many
victims marked for the slaugh-

terhouse. We were among the

lucky ones.

After the war, those of us

who survived had an insatiable

thirst for news. I got my first

report of the Franks shortly af-

ter the Nazi surrender. The

girls, I learned, had been trans-

ported from Auschwitz to Ber-

gen Belsen, where Margot died

of starvation. Anne, her will to

live gone, succumbed shortly af-

ter. Only a few weeks later, Ber-

gen Belsen was liberated.

Mrs. Frank died in Auschwitz.

Mr. Frank, the only one who
survived, got back to Holland.

He later settled in Switzerland.

When Anne's diary was found
and turned over to him, at first

he refused to read it. He nursed

the hope that she was still alive

;

he was reluctant to invade her

privacy. He consented to read it

only when he was convinced that

Anne was dead. . .

There are moments when this

whole nightmare becomes too op-

pressive. At such times, Anne's
diary has a strangely curative

quality. Such is the miracle of

this 15-year-old healer whom I

will always remember as the
slim little girl with the expres-
sive eyes and the persistent dig-

nity of our people.

Another Exodus
The scene is the same. The cast of characters is identical.

Only the time is different—many centuries later.

In one of the surprising rhythmic sweeps of history, Pass-

over this year approaches closer to the original Passover of the
Biblical Exodus than at any time since the historic event. Were
the generation which went forth under Moses alive today, the

newspaper headlines would seem very familiar to them. Today,
too, Jews are going out of Egypt. Today, too, we read much
of Sinai and the Red Sea. Egypt of old expected in the Red
Sea to see finis written in Israel's bid for freedom. Egypt's

pursuing chariots were behind them, the waves of the Red
Sea in front of them. Between the two, Israel stood either to

be drowned in the waves or annihilated by the sword. Nasser,

3500 years later had something of the same idea. By the block-

ade of the port of the Red Sea, Israel could be choked on one
side, blockaded on another at the Suez, and attacked on land

by its control of Gaza.

But it has not worked out as Egypt planned. In days of old,

the Red Sea waters proved friendly to the fleeing Israelites. A
wind rose and paved a path in the waters for the Israelites to

cross over. Today, too, Israel looks with friendship to the Red
Sea waters. On the spot where Moses crossed over, a fully

equipped port city of Elath has been built by Israel.

Henry George in his essay on Moses wrote that the soldiers

at Lexington in the American Revolution were inspired by
the epic story of the Mosaic revolt and Exodus. The battlers

for Civil Liberty in all ages, wrote Lecky, have found inspira-

tion in the Old Testament. The colored slave in our own coun-

try was inspired by Israel's battle against bondage. The Pass-

over story of ancient Israel has become part of the basic cur-

rency of civilization's culture. Who can foretell the gains of

this second great Exodus?

Some 60,000 Jews instead of 600,000 Jews are going out of

Egypt this year, but experts look to a total immigration into Is-

rael this year of 100,000. The present Exodus is from many
Egypts. From Hungary and Poland, as it was a few years back

from Yemen, Iraq, Iran and a half dozen other countries.

As these refugees sit down to the Seder his year, the Hagada
will appear as their own story almost lifted from the daily

newspaper. Yes. Passover should be very real this year!

Purim And St. Patrick's Day
The coincidence whereby St. Patrick's Day and Purim

fell on the same date seems to have been made to order for our
distinguished visitor from overseas, the Honorable Robert
Briscoe, Lord Mayor of Dublin.

The mayor marched in the New York city traditional

parade which annually marks this important day for the Irish,

but before he did so, he walked from his hotel to schul, where
he worshipped in accordance with his beliefs.

Mr. Briscoe's visits have been accompanied by all of the

usual fanfare so much a part of our ritual. He appeared on Ed
Sullivan's television show, was accorded many interviews and
received many kudos, although as far as we know, he hasn't

yet been snapped wearing an Indian feathered head-dress. But
that may come later as he tours the country.

For us, the significance of Mr. Briscoe's office is not that

he is an Irish Jew—for there are many others—but that he was
elected to his high office as a member of a religious group
that represents less than one per cent of the total population,

and in an invironment that is so predominantly Catholic.

The Lord Mayor has comported himself with a quiet dignity

and friendliness. His visit has not only cemented the cordial

relations that exist between his country and ours, but likewise

marked a big step in the advancement of the idea of interna-

tional brotherhood.

Our T V Personalities

March 17th was not only Purim and St. Patrick's Day, but

has a ring around it for yet another reason. On that day, with-

in a space of but a few hours, three outstanding representatives

of the Jewish community within our area were responsible for

television features.

On Ed R. Murrow's program, Robert Evans, son of Mayor

and Mrs. E. J. Evans of Durham appeared on a telecast from

England. Bob is finishing his law studies at Oxford University,

and to this viewer at least, he appeared to be another "Mutt" in

the making.

Mrs. Sidney J. Stern Jr. was seen as moderator of a Program
on Civil Defense appearing as a representative of Greensboro's

Junior League, and acquitted herself with considerable credit.

The third episode was Barry Farber's highly interesting pic-

tures taken on his recent visit to Hungary. Barry, whose con-

cluding article in a series of three on the situation with respect

to the Jews in Russia appears elsewhere in this issue of

TIME-OUTLOOK, is rapidly gaining quite a reputation as

a reporter and lecturer.

It should be a source of deep gratification to us all to see

so many of our younger generation active in endeavors that

warrant inclusion on the busy television schedules. It is an
omen that promises much for the future.

ish Women, whose biennial convention in Washington, D. C.

HERE'S ELIJAH AGAIN T
Each year in this season I get,i|

together with my friend ElijahyJ

in this column. Sure enough, I

meet him at seder, but that is 1

only a brief encounter of an

evening. I arise at our table, ex-

tend to him the cup that has

been awaiting him, say the pre-

scribed greeting of the Hagadah
and away he goes through our

door which has been left open.

He has to be on his way because

he has so many other houses to

visit that night.

For that reason, through a

number of years past, I have

managed to bring him to this

column in this season . . . for a

pleasant chat, for reports of in-

cidents on his long wanderings

around the world, for bits of

philosophy and such.

So today he's back again with

me; I like him much . . . "Sit

down, Elijah, please," I say to

him as he enters my living room.

He rests himself in the big chair

. . . "This is always a hard sea-

son for me," he says, "going

from house to house, but, real-

ly, it's quite nice ... so pleasant

to think that maybe somebody
catches my idea even in the few

minutes I'm in the house."

He goes on to say that it's all

too quick ... he wonders wheth-

er many people really catch the

idea. He chuckles gently . . . "I

I remember last Seder evening

when I was going from house to

house. I was through with all my
visiting that night and was pass-

ing a house into which I had

'been invited, by the open door,

only a few hours before. I had

ifelt flattered by the hospitality

of my host there . . . the way he

greeted me at his table . . . the

hearty way he extended the cup

of wine to my hand. . . . Yes, I

thought, here are people who
know my meaning. They seem
to know that I carry this mes-

sage of peace and justice and
kindness from house to house,

and to all over the world.

"But do you know, Segal?

When that night I was returning

from all my errands at all the

sedorim ... it was past midnight

. . . and I am passing that same
house, what do you think I hear

there? . . . Yes, I heard quarrel-

ing inside . . . that man and his

wife throwing words at each

other . . . only a few hours after

I had been received there as a

messenger of peace . . . The
house is quite dark by then, and
what do you think they're fight-

ing about ... I am ashamed to

tell you that it's all about their

cat and which of them should

get up and carry the cat out of

the house for the night ... A
quarrel about a cat, and only a
couple of hours since I had
brought peace into their house,

as I thought.

"The wife is telling him that

he has no consideration for her

... no kindess . . . and I hear her

say to him, 'I'm just your slave

. . . nothing more than that . . .

there's no rest for me, and who
are you to care about that. Just

your slave. That's what I am to

you.'

"

"And he replies, 'Oh, can't we
have some peace in this house,

even on Pesach? . . . You're al-

ways finding new quarrels to

make against me . . . even on the

first night of Pesach . . . Now
it's all about a cat . . . Can't there

be any end of that, at least on

this eve of Pesach . . . Anyway,
we should keep peace in a matter

that's nothing more than this

cat.'

"

"He reminds her that only

that night I, Elijah, had been in

their house, and he asks her, 'Do

you know what Elijah means?
He means kindness and peace . .

.

kindness and peace everywhere
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. . . and even in our own house

. . . But what do you know about

that? Nothing! Elijah would cry

if he could hear us now only two

hours after he was in our

house.'

"

Elijah's head droops as he re-

ports all this to me ... "I stand

there in front of that house af-

ter midnight and cry bitter

tears," he says. "I am thinking

do I really mean something in

the world, even after all those

years of wandering around, even

though so many people open

their doors to me on Pesach

even ? I go my way and they for-

get my idea. . . forget all about

me till next Seder."

"And which of them finally

took out that cat . . . the man or

his wife?" I ask Elijah.

At this Elijah laughs ... his

laughter echoes through the liv-

ing room . . . "Well," he says,

"even after his noble greeting of

me at his Seder, he doesn't know
how to keep the peace. Do you
know ? ... he just refuses to take

that cat out . . . and his wife

won't take the cat . . . and so the

cat remains in the house through
the night."

Elijah falls back into sadness

like a man who feels frustration.

I try to comfort him: "Elijah,

you know what the trouble is?

The trouble is that so many peo-

ple think of peace and justice

and kindess as ideas that have
to do only with the welfare of

outside world . . . with peace and
justice and kindness between na-

tions and their statesmen . . .

Yes, Elijah, as I understand it,

your idea of peace, justice and
kindness should all begin in our
own houses and between us and
our neighbors."

At this Elijah's ancient hands
strike together with applause

for me . . . "Segal, you seem to

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I. D. BLUMENIHAL

I. D. Blumenthal of Charlotte

has been called the elder states-

man of North Carolina Jewry,

and it is a title well earned and
justly deserved. Sincerely dedi-

cated to his people's welfare, a

humanitarian with a deep love

for his fellow man, Mr. Blumen-
thal has spent his life doing

good, without regard for race or

creed or color.

Mr. Blumenthal's interests

have been spread over much of

the area of human activity. He is

a sympathetic and warm sup-

porter of all worthy causes in the

community. His donations have
been large to the building funds
and benevolent causes of church-
es of all denominations in this

area, both white and colored.

Several years ago he estab-

lished the I. D. Blumenthal
Award for excellence in Old Tes-

tament Studies, given annually
to the outstanding student at

Hood Theological Seminary, Liv-

ingstone College, Salisbury,

N. C.

In honor of his parents he es-

tablished in 1943 the Mr. and
Mrs. Sam Blumenthal Endow-
ment at Yeshiva University,

New York City.

In 1953, he established the

Blumenthal Foundation for

Charity, Religion, Education,

and Better Inter-Faith Rela-

tions, under which the Wildacres

program operates.

In the field of human rela-

tions, I. D. Blumenthal has set

an example of tolerance, under-

standing, and vision for men of

all races and of all faiths. His

beautiful Wildacres, near Little

Switzerland, has become the

center for assemblies of church

and civic groups interested in

developing better understanding

between all peoples. Best known
are the annual Civitan Youth
Institutes in Human Relations

and the annual Fellowship Week
for ministers of many denomi-

nations, and their families.

Mr. Blumenthal points out

that the purpose of Wildacres is

to develop and promote better

understanding between all peo-

ples, although many denomina-

tional groups have used the fa-

cilities during the past eleven

years to further their own high

purposes. The groups that come
to Wildacres are of various com-

position, sometimes family
groups, sometimes young people,

adults, parents, and teachers.

The B'nai B'rith Institutes of

Judaism at Wildacres, were con-

ceived by Mr. Blumenthal, and

the first one was held there

in 1948, under the auspices of

the N. C. Association of B'nai

Although the

idea for these now world fam-

ous Wildacres institutes origi-

nated with him, Mr. Blumenthal

gives high praise for their suc-

cess to Maurice A. Weinstein and

his associates, Chester A. Brown,

Cyril Jacobs, Joe Hanchrow,

Julius Fisher, and others.

Mr. Blumenthal is also the

father of the idea for the Civitan

Institutes in Human Relations,

held each summer at Wildacres

since 1949, for senior high school

and college age young people in

North Carolina, and Civitan In-

ternational is considering this

program as an international

project.

Mr. Blumenthal's activities in

Jewish organizations have been

many and varied. He is presi-

dent of the N. C. Association of

Jewish Men. He organized and

was for many years president of

the Charlotte Federation of Jew-

ish Charities, and is now life

director of this organization.

Passover starts on the eve of

April 16 this year and there are

many things that happened to

me on this holiday over the

years. I mean, of course, events

in my life with Ma.

We weren't a picture-taking

family, but I can see no harm in

taking an event from our pri-

vate-life album and exposing it

to all and sundry who might be

interested.

Now that I turn the pages

back and reflect seriously, I can

remember Ma saying there are

only three times in your life

when picture-taking means any-

thing: when you're a year old, on
your Bar Mitzvah, and when you
get married.

"And what about my gradua-

tion?" I said.

"Your diploma is enough.

What more do you need, a group

of boys you will have little or

nothing to do with the rest of

your life. Who needs to spend

seventy-five cents on a picture

for them? Not only that" she

added. "Once you get the picture

you need a frame and before you

get through, who knows how
much it will cost

!"

Rather than get into any argu-

ments, I dropped the subject.

Of course, Ma was right. She

had better use for the money and

one of the things she had in

mind was to see that I was dress-

ed properly on the Jewish holi-

days.

I will admit to wearing hand-

me-downs wherever and when-

ever an apparel was forthcom-

ing. We didn't solicit the items.

Neighbors used to say to Ma,

"Maybe your David could use"

this or that?

Whatever it was, Ma never

turned a deaf ear to a kind ges-

ture. The neighbors meant well

and she would say, "Yes," with-

out giving it a second thought.

Where the item was worth-
while, where it could be used for

a few months to good advantage,

Ma would include it in my ward-
robe without telling me. Then
I'd be surprised.

Some neighbors, money-mind-
ed in everything they did, would
ask for fifty cents or a dollar for

a pair of pants, jacket, or pair of

shoes. Shirts sold for ten, fifteen

cents or a quarter, depending on
who Ma was dealing with.

But despite the big-hearted

sellers, we also got a goodly

share of wearable merchandise

from people in the neighborhood

who liked us above money. They
gave with blessing, and we
needed both, believe me.

Came Passover when I was
twelve. At this age I was hard on

clothes, as I was since ten. Rath-

er than being a book reader or

student, as the expression went
in those days, my major activity

in and out of school centered on

sports. I would rather engage in

a ball game than eat.

There wasn't a game I couldn't

play or wanted to get into, when
I was around the fellas. Actually,

we used the word gang then, but

the connotation today carries an

entirely different implication

which prevents, or rather pre-

cludes, my using it.

And so, here we were on the

brink of Passover before my Bar

Mitzvah. Needless to say Ma
was terribly proud of me. And
frankly, I didn't want it any oth-

er way ; I was not going to be a

sissy or a milquetoast, or what-

ever it was Mama's boy was call-

ed.

There were times I missed

supper because I didn't want to

leave a game we were having

before it was finished. Ma raised

the roof every time it happened,

but that didn't bother me. The
game was more important than

food and though much water has

drifted under the bridge I'd still

hold to this, if the situation

arose.

However, Ma got to talking to

me at supper, when I finally

made it without any complica-

tions. "David," she said casually,

"I've got to get you a new suit, a

spring suit for the holidays."

"Aw, Ma. What do you want to

bother me with that for ?" I tried

to discourage her.

"Why should I bother? I'll tell

you why : It's because I want to

see you dressed up like the other

Jewish boys, in a brand new suit.

Maybe I'll buy you a gray one.

You should look good in a gray

one."

"Ma," I tried to stop her. "I

don't want a new suit. I don't

care about the other fellas. They
can look out for themselves and

do what they please, which won't

be any skin off my back."

Of course, to this very day, I

hate to worm into the stiffness

of anything new, whether it is a

shirt, shoes or coat, not to over-

look the suit in question. The
reason for this is I prefer the

looseness of movement, the free-

dom of arms, legs and feet at all

times.

Aside from this, I was well

aware of the penurious state of

affairs my widowed parent was
in, and while I didn't like it by

any means, there was little I

could do about it. I was twelve,

and the best I could do at that

stage of life was to dream. And
that, I assure you, I did plenty of

before and after my Bar Mitz-

vah. Dreams, Dreams, Dreams.

I protested. "I won't feel com-

fortable in a new suit and you

know it will cost a lot of money,"

I said, hoping this twin reason-

ing would turn the tide.

But no. Ma insisted.

"This year I can't have you
walking around on Passover like

a Nebbech. It's about time you
got a new suit. You haven't had
one in I don't know how long."

I'd lost track, too. But still I

didn't want a new garment.

Ma's persistence annoyed me,
after a while. "How am I going

to play ball in a new suit?" I

tried to explain. I thought this

might do the trick. But it didn't

work.

"You are a son who doesn't

appreciate what I am doing for

you," Ma said, finally fed up
with me to an unbearable point.

"Aw, Ma "I began, when
she cut me short.

"What I should make you do

is go out and deliver after school.

I should get you a job taking

packages for the grocer or

butcher and maybe the vege-

table man on the corner stand.

That way you will know what it

is before you spend money for

nash-niks.

"I don't mind when you ask

for a little here and there, but I

when I save up and look forward

to spending Passover with my
son looking as bright as the sun,

you should turn me down is too

much."

Ma turned away from me,

sauntered into the kitchen and
prepared for the evening meal.

Anyone who claims Russia's

three million Jews cannot sur-

vive is handing history an im-

pudent slap in the face.

Certainly the Jewish people

have survived worse oppressions

through the ages than the semi-

subtle smothering now being

forced upon them by the Soviet

Communist regime. Jew-haters
from Haman to Hitler spared no
weapon in their determination to

exterminate the Hebrew people.

Previous oppressors have made
no secret of their anti-Semitic

designs. The Soviets, at least,

have much better table manners.
It's a crime in Russia to call

someone a "zhid," the less-than-

polite slang term for "Jew."
At first glance the Jews in

Russia don't appear to be any
more oppressed than the other
Russians. They are a bit more
ill at ease, certainly, but so far
they haven't been selected as
number one target for the Krem-
lin hatchet. Communism has too
many other problems to afford
the luxury of worry about the
Jews. At least that's how ob-
servers explain why Communist
antipathy toward Jews plus la-

tent Slavic anti-Semitism hasn't
already exploded into pogrom
proportions.

Ferment in the satellites,

economic failures at home, the
growing strength of the West,
and problems of assimilating the
Chinese land mass into a Com-
munist ally probably team up to
form a protective umbrella over
Russia's Jewry, at least for the
time being. Most likely Kremlin
rulers consider Russia's three
million Jews as just another
troublesome minority, and not
quite as troublesome as some.

Evocation to Vocation

"You should have your head

examined!" my brother-in-law

told me. "Why give up a lucra-

tive real estate business for a

home for the aged and ill?"

Why ? Why does anyone do any-

thing? If you want to know the

facts, ask any person what he

actually set out to do and is now
doing. You will find eighty per

cent doing something other than

what they have set out to follow.

What was a pleasant avocation

some ten years ago is now very

much of a vocation.

No, I shouldn't have my head

examined for getting into a con-

fining vocation this late in life.

Not for this reason. Maybe my
heart, yes. Not the head. You see

your friends giving of their time

and energy to less fortunate . . .

not for the pecuniary gains, but

for personal gratification. Per-

haps you can class me among
those individuals. Of course, one

has to support his family. So I

accepted the challenge to man-
age this home when I was unable

to get good management. Now I

am devoting full time as admin-
istrator of Terrace Hill Nursing
Home.

Rewarding? Just go down the

halls with me. See the smiling

faces of the guests. We never

call them patients. They are liv-

ing out their years among others

of same age and talents. They
are rid of having to compete
with the younger members of

their family and friends.

The
grounds consisted of almost

eight acres. Half of the land was
acquired by the city of road ex-

pansion. What was left was a

paradise of magnolias and ter-

raced landscape. Mr. Maslan be-

came so enthused with the possi-

bilities of a haven for the aged

and chronically ill offering skill-

ed nursing care, that he soon

sold himself on the venture.

The business and property

were sold to two prominent Rich-

mond citizens on condition that

Maslan would agree to purchase

one-third interest, and see to its

management. The time for set-

tlement arrived, and Maslan was

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"left holding the bag" as is com-

monly known in realty jargon.

Sensing a challenge, he acquired

the property for Mrs. Maslan,

augmented and reorganized the

professional staff to the highest

degree of ethical standards it

now enjoys among doctors and

the public.

Formerly, the lovely residence

was the home of a prominent

family known as the Palmen-

toryes. An addition of some
thirty rooms were added, and

sold to what was then known as

North Side General Hospital.

Many prominent physicians in-

terned in this hospital. It was
later purchased by a group of

Richmond physicians who oper-

ated this home under the name
of "Terrace Springs Sanatori-

um," specializing in bone and
joint diseases. The home has
two toilets and baths.

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Festival of Spring Renewal
PASSOVER THOUGHTS

By P. Nibur

"For lo, the winter is past,

The rain is over and gone

;

The flowers appear on the earth
;

The time of singing is come."

The Biblical "Song of Songs,"

from which the above quotation

is taken, is read in Jewish homes
and synagogues during the Pass-

over week. It fits in with the

mood of springtime, of nature's

renewal, which so characterizes

this great holiday. There is a

newness, a freshness, about
Pesach which no other Jewish
holiday can equal.

Rosh Hashana is meant to im-
bue us with the consciousness of

spiritual renewal, which is also

a "return" ("teshuva") to good
ways. Passover's function is

mainly emotional. Everything
connected with the celebration

of the week-long Pesach holiday-

is meant to imbue us with this

feeling of the revival of life and
love in the heart of man and
woman.

There is, first, the very time

chosen for the celebration of

Passover, the Spring season
when in all the North Temper-
ate countries of the world Na-
ture which had lain dead
throughout the winter months
begins to stir again, to renew
itself, when buds begin to sprout
again, when there is greater
warmth in the air, more sun-
shine and when birds begin their

trek home. In no other setting
than that of spring could Pass-
over be properly celebrated, for
in no other season of the year
is man's creative joy at so high
a pitch.

Traditionally, the theme of

Passover newness and freshness

would be introduced into Jewish
homes weeks before the advent
of the festival itself. Our moth-
ers would engage in a
thorough spring-cleaning of the
house. New dishes would be
bought for the Passover week.
New clothes would be bought for
the children. Finally, on the
night before the first Seder, the

ceremony of burning the "hom-
etz," the unleavened bread,

would be performed, and on the

following day one could eat no-

thing after breakfast. One had
to skip a full meal, since one
could neither eat "hometz" any
more, nor eat matzo until the ar-

rival of the evening and the Se-

der.

Then on the arrival of the

holiday itself everything that is

new and different is accented.

At the Seder there are foods to

be tasted that haven't been tast-

ed all year long — the matzo,

the bitter herbs, and so on. The
Haggada is read, the story of the

Egyptian Exodus is recited as if

we had just become aware of it,

as if we ourselves had just be-

come liberated from Egyptian
slavery. During the four days of

"ha'moed," of semi - holiday and
the ensuing two days of "yon
tov," of full holiday, on-? con-

tinues to eat the unique Pass-

over foods and refrains from
eating anything that contains

"hometz." During the holidays

and semi-holidays of the Pass-

over week, children in the Old

Country who would play marbles
all year around were encourag-

ed to roll nuts instead.

"Why is this night different

from all other nights?" asks the

child as the Seder ceremony be-

gins. He is then told the reason

:

"We were slaves unto Pharoah in

Egypt, and the Lord took us out

from there with a mighty hand

and an outstretched arm," and

then the Haggada is read and

the entire story of the Exodus
is recited.

It is, no doubt, true that the

Exodus from Egypt was a uni-

que event in Jewish, even in

Jewish, even in mankind's, his-

tory, since it was the first in-

stance when an entire people had

rebelled against slavery, had

made a dash for freedom. But
while this, the theme of libera-

tion, is the main theme of Pass-

over and, at least on the con-

scious level, overshadows every-

thing else, there also hovers un-

consciously the theme — or the

mood, if you prefer — of Na-
ture's, including Man's, renew-
al, reawakening to a more in-

tensive life after a season of

lethargy, of hibernation that

resembles death.

Passover is one of the three

agricultural festivals in the

Jewish calendar, since in ancient

Palestine it signalized the begin-

ning of the barley harvest. It

was also a festival of the bring-

ing in of the first-born of cattle

and flocks. Many scholars con-

nect it with a lunar festival of

an earlier day, others with a
solar festival, related to the

entrance of the sun into the
zodiacal sign of the ram in the
spring.

Furthermore the month of

Nissan, on the fifteenth day of

which the Passover holiday

occurs, is counted as the first

month of the Hebrew calendar,

while the first day of the New
year, Rosh Hashana, comes on
the seventh month, Tishri. Thus
the Passover holiday becomes
something of an unofficial Jew-
ish New Year celebration, a cele-

bration in a more joyous, less

sober, mood than that of Rosh
Hashana.

The nature symbolism, the

mood of springtime renewal,

did not entirely vanish among
Jews after they were driven in-

to exile, after they ceased be-

ing agriculturists. In fact, it did

not vanish entirely from the two
other agricultural Jewish festi-

vals, Shavuot and Sukkot. But
Passover, I would say, retained

more of its nature symbolism in

the Diaspora because all its

ceremonials were so thoroughly

adapted to the mood of the par-

ticular season, the mood of re-

awakening of life, the feeling of

freshness and newness and

greater vitality in the natural

and the human world.

"Let him kiss me with the

kisses of his mouth — for thy

love is better than wine." So the

"Song of Songs" opens. It is a

rural love-poem which King

Solomon is reported to have

written. It breathes country

simplicity, naivete and the charm
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that accompanies such simpli-

city, such naivete. "I am black

but comely," says the country

maiden, " I am a rose of Sharon,

a lily of the valleys" — so art-

lessly that there can be no ques-

tion of boastfulness. The words
and sentiments that well up from
her and her lover's heart are at

one with the mighty honest of

primitive nature.

At no other time of the year

do the words of the "Song of

Songs" sound as apt and as

thrilling as at the beginning of

springtime, Passover time, when
life and love reawaken after a

long winter's sleep.

Between Greenwich Village

and Broadway

The first World War had just

ended and this youthful wan-

derer was again drawn to the

great metropolis. As in my for-

mer stays in the city, I was
drawn to two of the most unique

but contrasting areas of the

metropolis — Bohemian Green-

wich Village and, even more so,

to that colorful Jewish corner

known as the Lower East Side.

It was a period of intellectual

and artistic ferment. Greenwich

Village was blaming American
Puritanism for the sorry plight

of the American writer and

artist after the war. In retros-

pect, one can see how wrong it

was. The enemy was not the neo-

Puritan, who did respect the

values of the spirit, but Babbitt,

who respected only the tangible

things that could be converted

into dollars. The Puritan might
have regarded the Greenwich

Villager as a wayward child who
merits a thrashing, but still as

a close kinsman in whose welfare

one must take an interest. Bab-

bitt, the nihilist who rejected

all the traditional claims of the

spirit upon man, brutally flung

aside the Greenwich Villager

who could serve his materialistic

purposes no useful end.

As the Puritan in his dying
agonies went mad with Prohibi-

tion, which in his insanity he
thought would curb American
materialism, Babbitt became the

sole ruler of the land. The end
of the war, which coincided with
;he end of my adolescence, mark
ed the beginning of his rule.

Though Sinclair Lewis' famous
book was not published yet, I

could already smell the Babbitt

odor in the wealthier and more
Americanized sections of New
York City. I was repelled by this

commercial atmosphere and ran

for shelter to the poor East Side.

My English-language writing

colleagues were huddling close

together in Greenwich Village,

only a few blocks away from
Second Avenue, the Lower East
Side's Broadway. Some of them
were fleeing the country, were

going into voluntary exile, be-

coming expatriates, in Paris and

other places in Europe. Whether
in Greenwich Village or on the

Left Bank, they were saying,

like my grandfather Laiba and

the many other pious Jews of

Russia, that the very stones of

America were traif, spiritually if

not ritually, unclean. And most

of those who said it were not

Jews at all, but Gentiles of old-

American stock who had lost

their puritanism but could not

at the same time endure the

dictatorship of the salesman that

had been set up. Babbitt had
poisoned their atmosphere,
though many of them, following

the lead of H. L. Mencken, blam-

ed the neo-Puritan for this pol-

lution.

Late in 1919, in order to catch

my breath after a long and dis-

heartening spell of job-seeking

in New York, I came to my na-

tive Burlington, Vermont, again

for a stay of a few weeks with

my parents. While there, I wrote

an article which I sent to the

"Forverts" ("Forward"), larg-

est of the five Yiddish dailies

then existing in New York.
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As a result, there came a tele-

gram, signed by the editor-in-

chief himself, the celebrated

Abraham Cahan, to come to see

him immediately upon my return

to New York.

I knew this meant a job, that

at last my ambition would be ful-

filled and I would become a full-

fledged member of the editorial

staff — a "mitarbeter," as they

called it — of a Yiddish daily,

that I would join the Yiddish

Writers Union which bore the

name of the great Polish-Yiddish

writer I. L. Peretz, and would
thus gain status, at least among
those who read Yiddish.

During a conversation with

me, when I told him that I was
a native-born American from
Vermont, Cahan shrugged his

shoulders and with gesticula-

tions of surprise said:

"You were born and raised

among the Yankees of Vermont?
Why you speak and write Yid-

dish almost as well as I who come
from Vilna! You belong in a

museum of freaks!"

In defense against this accusa-

tion of freakishness, I tried to

explain to Cahan what sort of a

Jewish community 1 was brought
up in Burlington, that it was
really a Lithuanian Jewish vil-

lage that maintained its in-

dependent life in the midst of

Yankeedom, and that I was
simply a product of my East-

European, Yiddish - Orthodox
"shtetl" environment. But Cahan
was too busy running a success-

ful newspaper (the "Forward"
then had a circulation of more
than two hundred thousand) to

listen to the full tale. Anyway,
I got the job.

But strange as it may seem,

I got it on the strength of an

article which I wrote in opposi-

tion to the teaching of Yiddish

to American-born children in the

non-religious schools which were
just then being set up by the

"Arbeiter Ring" (Workmen's
Circle), a Socialist fraternal or-

ganization affiliated with the

"Forverts." My argument was
the usual superficial one that

such teaching would hamper the

efforts on the part of these

youngsters in later years to ad-

just themselves to American

life, that it would "foreignize"

them, and so on. It didn't occur

to me then that American cul-

ture could be enriched, rather

than impoverished, by the ac-

quisition of another tongue and
a grasp of its literature on the

part of native-born Americans

—

even if the individual who gained

this knowledge might have to

pay a price for it.

Cahan shared my views. He
was fighting the "Arbeiter

Ring" Yiddish schools, he saw
no future to Yiddish in the Unit-

ed States, and he favored what
he called the Americanization of

old and young as speedily as pos-

sible. He was a dynamic person-

ality, with a vitality that was
astonishing for one who was al-

ready past sixty. He was regard-

ed as the spiritual dictator of

American Yiddish journalism,

a latter - day prophet to

his followers and a devil of

"yellow journalism" to his op-

ponents who accused him of be-

traying socialist principles in

striving for material success. He
had left the "Forward" years

before to work on English-lan-

guage papers in New York, had
made a considerable success as

an English-language journalist

and author of stories, but return-

ed to the "Forward" where he
felt he belonged after all. Yet
only two years before I met him,
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"You snan ien your son ine i-as^over story in that day" says the Torah
and these fathers are following the Biblical injunction. The difference be-
tween these and most Jewish fathers is that these are officers in the U. S.

Army, stationed at a military post, and their children receive their Jewish
education from the Jewish chaplain, recruited, endorsed and served by the
National Jewish Welfare Board, as well as from their GI parents.

in 1917, Cahan had published his

novel in English, "The Rise of

David Levinsky," the story of a

Russian-Jewish immigrant who
rose from rags to riches, a book

that was enthusiastically receiv-

ed by the critics, by Mencken
particularly. Cahan couldn't for-

get his success in English.

Within Cahan, as within my-

self, East Side and West Side,

Vilna and Broadway, were at

war, and the conflict could not be

resolved. Cahan could be senti-

mental about the past, and at the

same time realistically hard-

boiled about the future. While he

could rhapsodize over the Yid-

dish folk-music of his fellow

townsman from Vilna, Eliakum
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Zunser, while he could lovingly

portray the touching piety and

the unbelievable poverty of his

native "Jerusalem-in-Lithuania,"

he could not be irritated by the

Yiddish medium he had to em-
ploy because he saw the hand-

writing on the wall as regards

Yiddish in America. He also

thought that it separated him
and his readers from the great

American world and, the wish

being father to the thought, was
always fond of predicting the

death of Yiddish journalism in

America within a decade—a pre-

diction which didn't materialize.

Meanwhile, to hasten the process

of the disappearance of Yiddish,

he thought it best to give his

readers as much information

about America as possible, to

Americanize many Yiddish
words, and to employ for this

purpose American-reared young
men like myself.

So now, early in 1920 at the

start of the Third American
Revlution, the new automobile-

and-Babbitt era, I was safely

ensconced—for a few years any-

way—as a Yiddish journalist on

the East Side, that East Side

which the salesman and his car

had not yet completely conquer-

ed. I had graduated from Bur-

lington's Yiddish - Orthodox
"shtetl,"

—"Jew Village" as Gen-

tiles there would often call it

—

into what was then known as

New York's Ghetto, from Jeru-

salem-in-Vermont into Jerusa-

lem-by-the-East River. But in

New York as in Burlington, my

refreshment

or modern living

refreshes with-

out filling
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Jerusalem, my spiritual home,
was to remain in conflict with
itself, torn between the call of its

European past and the demands
of the American present. In a

mellower age, in an age that re-

spected the values of the spirit,

that conflict could have been re-

solved, but not in the era when
salesmanship became the pre-

vailing religion and the acquisi-

tive, aggressive go - getter its

prophet.

In another few years Babbitt

with a fat cigar in his mouth
riding in a shiny new limousine,

was to run over my little "Jew
Village," maim it, and finally de-

stroy it. In time he was to maim
and all but destroy what was
known as the Vermont way of

life—that rugged individualism,

that freedom of the spirit, that

opposition to conformity, that

unwillingness to subordinate

one's life to the pursuit of ma-

terial wealth, the sort of life that

produced a philosopher of the
calibre of John Dewey, a native
of Burlington.

T'he Jewish "shtetl" of my
boyhood days in Burlington was
dominated by the poetry of re-

ligion and of rural life. It had
not broken with its East Eu-
ropean past, which it carried on
here in the New World in modi-
fied form. Tradition's chain, to

be sure, need not, must not bind

us. Yet we are beginning to real-

ize now that by uprooting our

past we endanger our future,

since that future is left without
a compass to guide it.

Thirty-day sentences were
imposed here on two Hungarian
refugees for calling their Swed-
ish teacher a "Jewish swine."

The accused admitted they were

fascists and anti-Semites.

There is no need to exaggerate.

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Abraham Flexner at 90
By E. B. Freeman

In an age when the meanest

gyrations of the latest crooner

garners reams of publicity, when
the swollen self-inflation of cal-

culated press agentry takes off

the lion's share of the limited

time in which the agencies of

mass communications deal, it is

probably no accident that the

90th birthday of a self-effacing

man should pass by quietly.

But if it is understandable, it

is not excusable. It is especially

shameful when there is no man,

woman or child in this country

who has not been the beneficiary

of the devotion and self-sacrifice

of the man in question.

The man to whom we refer is

Dr. Abraham Flexner— and the

measure of his greatness is that

his influence has been so per-

vasive in the field of education,

particularly medical education,

that no one sentence could pos-

sibly sum it up.

But it is certain, nonetheless,

that this sprightly nonagenarian

was responsible for a change in

medical education in this coun-

try which was nothing short of

revolutionary. His famous report

on medical schools, issued in

1910, rocked the medical world.

His absolutely merciless expose

of the diploma mills and fake

medical colleges of that day was
so effective that half of the then

existing medical colleges in the

United States — there were 155

of them — were shut down in a
matter of months.

But Dr. Flexner's contribu-

tions did not stop with his clean-

ing of medicine's Augean sta-

bles. It might have been enough
for some other man, but Abra-
ham Flexner had more work to

do. Some of the most important

of that work was accomplished

after his "retirement" from oth-

er jobs. Dr. Flexner's "retire-

ment" produced more solid

results than most other men's
working career.

For example, after he left his

post as director of the Rockefel-

ler-sponsored General Education

Board, he went to Oxford Uni-

versity as a Rhodes lecturer. In

1930, he wrote his book "Uni-

versities" which had a profound

effect on those responsible for

the shape and direction of

American higher education.

But there was also a very def-

inite and tangible result of that

stay. Dr. Flexner was impressed

with the system at Oxford which
allowed Fellows freedom from all

normal academic duties in order

to pursue their research in-

terests.

This series of lectures was re-

sponsible for bringing him to-

gether with Louis Bamberger
and his sister, Mrs. Leo Fuld. He
told them that there ought to be

an American institution which
would do for scholarship and
science what the Rockefeller In-

stitute had done for medicine.

And out of these conversations

The long, dusty road from the

Old City of Jerusalem under Jor-

dan control to Jericho was bare

and colorless until the end. After

miles of rocky desert in which
even a hardy camel-thorn seem-

ed stunted, the road took a dra-

matic sweep to the left and
revealed three Jerichos: the ex-

cavations of the Biblical city, the

modern town and the transient

village.

Transient Jericho is a tent and
mud hut settlement housing

some 35,000 Arab refugees. The
throng watering their animals

and filling their pitchers at

Elisha's Well might have step-

ped out of the pages of the Bible.

The costumes of men, women,
and children had hardly altered

during some 2,000 years and the

slightly turbid water still sweet-

ened a winding cleft lined by
tufts of green.

Two years had elapsed since I

last visited this Arab refugee

camp and I was anxious to see

what changes had taken place.

There were none. The scene was
almost identical as when I last

saw it ; idle men squatting in the

shade endlessly playing back-

gammon, women moving slowly

in their household tasks, and
half-naked children romping in

the all-pervading brown dust.

For eight years, hundreds of

thousands of Arabs have lived in

idleness in camps such as this

one. Supplied with rations by
the United Nations, they have
made almost no efforts to better

their own living conditions while

all attempts by the UN authori-

ties to provide permanent liveli-

hoods have been sabotaged by
the host Arab government—Jor-

dan, Syria, Lebanon and Egypt.

How did this problem arise?

It had its origins in the turbu-

lent last months of the British

Kennedy

Mandate in Palestine early in

1948. Unmolested by the with-

drawing British forces, Arab
guerrillas had invaded Palestine

from neighboring countries. The
governments of these Arab
countries made preparations for

sending their troops into Pales-

tine on May 15 when the Man-
date officially ended. The Pales-

tine Arabs would have been in

the way of the invading forces,

and orders were given for their

removal. They were assured by
the Arab leaders that their stay
in neighboring Arab countries

would last only a few weeks and
that they would return in the
wake of the victorious Arab
armies to reclaim not only their

homes but a fair share of the
loot from conquered Jewish
property. On the other hand,

anyone who stayed behind, they
were told, would be considered

a traitor and would suffer the
fate of the Jews.

Msgr. George Hakim, the

Greek-Catholic Archbishop of

Galilee, said in a newspaper in-

terview in August 1948:

The refugees had been confi-

dent that their absence from
Palestine would not last long,

that they would return with-

in a few days—within a week
or two. Their leaders had
promised them that the Arab
armies would crush the "Zion-

ist gangs" very quickly and
that there was no need for

panic or fear of a long exile.

When the smoke had cleared

away and the Arab states had
lost—for which they have never

since forgiven Israel (or them-
selves)—the unfortunate refu-

gees found themselves on the

other side of the border, bereft

of possessions, and unable to re-

turn to their homes. These are

the Arab refugees.
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But the Arab-Israeli war had

another aftermath, seldom re-

ferred to.

The Jews who had lived in

Arab states, if not in perfect

amity, at least, no more molested

than the Jews in many a Chris-

tian land, suddenly found their

position untenable. More than

350,000 Jews, notably from Iraq,

Yemen and North Africa, fled to

the security which Israel offer-

ed. In Iraq, they were obliged to

leave behind their property and

possessions.

The disastrous Arab - Israel

war had resulted not only in the

creation of an Arab refugee

problem, but had added almost

intolerable burdens on the new

Jewish state. But whereas, in the

neighboring Arab states, the

refugees are for the most part

regarded as unwanted guests,

and they clamor to return to

what they obstinately still refer

to as Palestine, the Jewish refu-

gees from the Arab lands have

shown no disposition to return

but have bent their energies to

the building up of Israel. In any

talk of compensation to the

Arabs for abandoned property,

however, they demand similar

treatment for themselves.

No one will ever know the ex-

act number of Arabs who flefi

their homes before the onrush-

ing tides of war. According to

British Mandatory figures, the

number of Arabs who were liv-

ing in the area that is now Israel

was about 700,000. Of these,
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close to 200,000 remained in Is-

rael or returned under Israel's

"reunion of families" regulation.

Allowing for natural increase,

the number of legitimate refu-

gees is estimated by Israel

sources at more than 650,000.

There are, however, over 900,-

000 Arabs on the U. N. ration

rolls. The U. N. authorities have
never been able to make a com-
plete census. They find, too, that
the longevity of Arab refugees

verges on the miraculous. Even
making allowance for the great-

ly decreased infant and maternal
mortality rates and longer adult

life-span resulting from health

and sanitation projects of the
U. N. and the World Health Or-
ganization (WHO), the low in-

cidence of mortality startled the
U. N. statisticians.

Soon the explanation for the

Arab Methusalahs became
known. No burials seem to take
place, at least not in the daylight

hours. To register the death of
a ration-card holder means giv-

ing up the card which might
otherwise be sold or bartered.

The Director of the United

Nations Relief ad Works Agency
(UNRWA), Henry R. Labouisse,

asked the Jordan Government
last summer for its cooperation

in rooting out what Mr. La-

bouisse called "refugee capital-

ists." According to the Arab
News Agency, Mr. Labouisse

said that these "refugee capital-

Instead, after I finished eat-

ing, I ran out of the house. But
that night I wasn't too anxious

to play ball or any other game.

hopes of armed rebellion with or

without a chance of winning.

Next in line for punishment

should be the nationalistic Uk-

rainians or the hard-to-get col-

lectivize tribes still pursuing

non-Marxist modes of living in

the Caucasus Mountains and

Central Asia.

All these peoples and other

present a much more immediate

threat to Communism than Rus-

sia's silent, melancholy Jews.

So why can't Russia's Jews
survive? Maybe it is even more
than an impudent affront to his-

tory to claim they cannot. Still

this reporter fails to see how
they can survive as Jews with

any Jewish consciousness or

community. In other words, they

may well survive as members
of the Russian nation under

present circumstances. They
may even survive as Jewish

members of that nation. How-
ever, chances for survival as a

cohesive Russian Jewish com-
munity seem remote indeed.

Arguments on this point gen-

erally miss the essential point.

Russia's Jews today are under-

going a brand new type of rep-

ression unique in the history of

anti-Semitism, and it seems to be

working. Moscow doesn't repress

only the Jew. Moscow represses

everybody.

Communist Russia's aims are

as interesting as they are ob-

vious. "Don't single out the Jew,
persecute him, make him a
martyr, and ignite his Jewish
Spirit and consciousness. Instead

treat the individual Jew normal-

ly and be satisfied to crush the

Jewish people as a unit potential-

ly defiant of and hostile towards

the Soviet state."

This brand of anti-Semitism is

hard to fight. The whole issue

would be much more clear cut

if Russia's Jews were segregat-

ed, forced to wear yellow badges,

disenfranchised, imprisoned, ex-

iled, and gassed. They aren't.

Communism simply wants to an-

nihilate any internal grouping

militating against the Soviet

state, Jews included.

The difference between mo-
dern Soviet anti-Semitism and
the more violent sort is plain.

Russia is not seeking to an-

nihilate the Jew. Russia wants
to annihilate "Jewishness." The
Kremlin also wants to destroy

nationalistic U k r a i nianiam,

Khirghizism, Chechenism, Turk-
menism, and so on clear through
the 125 separate nationalities

that make up the Soviet Union.

How can you combat an anti-

Semitism that insists Jews are

"equal" (equally suppressed),

forbids the slandering of Jews in

public, and actually invites the

Jews as Russian individuals to

take part in the Communist
order ?

Actually, then, it isn't being

too bold to say "Jewishness"

can't survive in Russia. It, in

fact, has already ceased to exist.

The relatively few remaining

synagogues in Russia are attend-

ed by elderly orthodox men and
women who must devote their

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major attention to worrying

about "kookers" (Communist in-

formers) in their midst. Only a

handful of Bar Mitzvas take

place each year. Jewish youth
simply seems to have lost in-

terest. Rabbi Schlieffer of Mos-
cow recently obtained permission

to start a rabbinical seminary in

the Soviet Union. The combined
response from congregations all

over Russia was so weak the

project was called off.

Prayer books and other equip-

ment of worship are worn out

and actually decayed. The Rus-
sian government approved the

publication of a new Hebrew
prayer book last year. As might
be expected, the new book leads

off with a full page pledge of

allegiance to the Soviet Com-
munist state and contains Com-
munist propaganda throughout.

A hugh placard on the wall of

the Moscow synagogue praises

Communism in Russia and He-
brew.

As for physical survival, Rus-

sia's Jews do not appear to be

in great danger. They wield too

small influence that might be of

harm to Communism to matter.

There is no evidence of a Jewish
"movement" in Russia either

against Marxism or for Israel.

Jews are holding down key jobs

throughout the Red hierarchy

and Russian administrators con-

fide their respect for the ability

of their young Jewish colleagues.

Judaims does not now chal-

lenge Communism in Russia.

Why, then, should the Kremlin
exert more energy to harrass

only the Jews ?

The program has been re-

placed by the more subtle rep-

ression of the loudspeaker, the
blazing slogans, secret inform-
ers, and refusal to grant con-

struction permits for new syna-

gogues.

Unless latent Slavic antipathy
for the Jew finds explosive ex-

pression in some new horror,

chances are the picture will stay
this way.

ists" hold as many as 500 UNR-
WA ration cards—499 of them
belonging to refugees long dead

—and they are black market
dealers in UNRWA food and
clothing and ration cards.

UNRWA attempted to coun-

ter this situation by offering a

burial bonus of $14, but this sum
was weighed by the surviving

members of the family against

keeping the deceased's name in-

definitely on the ration roll and

found wanting. Few claimants of

the burial bonus came forward.

It is also believed that the ra-

tion rolls have been inflated by
"infiltrators" from the local pop-

ulation. To the impoverished na-

tives of the Arab countries a

guaranteed dole of 1,600 calories

a day seemed heavenly and

many have managed to pose suc-

cessfully over the years as Pal-

estine refugees. The U. N. Eco-

nomic Survey Mission for the

Middle East, headed by Gordon
Clapp, former TVA director, in

its final report of December 28,

1949, said that there were 627,-

000 "refugees who fled Israel

and are in need." When UNRWA
took over a few months later,

however, it distributed 860,000
rations. General Howard Ken-
nedy, then director of UNRWA,
explained the discrepancy as be-

tween "mathematical calcula-

tions" of bona fide refugees and
"hundreds of thousands of hun-
gry Arabs claiming need."

No matter what the actual

number of refugees, no one will

argue the fact that something
should be done to end their idle

living on an international dole.

The question of what should be

done has occupied every U. N.

General Assembly since 1948.

The 1948 Assembly adopted a

resolution which stated in its

much-discussed Paragraph 11

that "refugees wishing to return

to their homes and live at peace

with their neighbors should be

permitted to do so at the earliest

practicable date, and that com-

pensation should be paid for

property of those choosing not

to return."

The Arab Governments and
spokesmen for the refugees have
stood by the 1948 resolution ever

since claiming that it gives every

refugee the right to return to

Israel. They ignore the key
phrase, "earliest practicable

date" and "live at peace with
their neighbors." While they de-

clare that a state of war existB

between them and Israel, they

demand that Israel open her

doors to hundreds of thousands
of potential fifth columnists. As
Israel Ambassador Eban said at

a recent General Assembly de-

bate :

Those who advocate this

course give little thought to

political and economic reali-

ties of the situation, to the

practicability of repatria-

tion under present condi-

tions, least of all, to what
such a vast transfer of pop-

ulation must involve for the

security and stability of the

refugees themselves. On the

contrary, if the result were
to be the destruction of Is-

rael, so much the worse for

Israel; and if the refugees
were to be rendered even

more unhappy and insecure

—who should worry? Many
of the Arab spokesmen

hardly make a secret of the

fact that their essential ob-

ject in insisting on repatri-

ation is the annihilation of

the Jewish state, and that

they are little, if at all con-

cerned, for the welfare of

the refugees themselves.

Mr. Eban added, however, that

"the Government of Israel is

prepared to pay reasonable com-

pensation in respect of cultivat-

ed land abandoned by the refu-

gees." (Secretary of State John

Foster Dulles has suggested an

American loan to assist Israel in

paying such compensation.)

Since 1948, authoritative opin-

ion in the U. N. and elsewhere

came to realize that the only ef-

fective solution was integration

of the refugees among their

brother Arabs in the lands in

which they are now living. To-

wards that end the Clapp mis-

sion was sent to the Middle East

as early as 1949. Several large-

scale resettlement projects were
outlined in the Clapp report, in-

cluding the full-scale develop-

ment of the Jordan and Yarmuk
Rivers (now known as the John-

ston Plan) and siphoning sweet

water from Suez into the Sinai

desert.

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The Broadway Scene
From Hitler's Museum
To The Hit Parade

By Jack H. Gordon

In the Nazi "Museum of and
Degenerate Art," the music from
"Threepenny Opera" once played

all day long by Hitler's order.

But, unexpectedly, the crowds
gathered en masse, not to sneer

at the "decadent music" from a

"decadent opera" written by
Brecht and Weill, two "degener-

ate non-Aryans"; they came be-

cause it was the only room where
they could listen to the melodies

of "Die Dreigroschenoper" of

pre-Hitler Germany free from
fear of punishment. Hitler, in

desperation, reversed his order

and outlawed the music.

Throughout its long history,

dating from the 18th Century,

the parent "Beggers' Opera" by
poet John Gay and its many
progeny, including "Threepenny
Opera," have struggled to be

heard. A brawling, satirical com-
mentary of the English street

scene, the original was produced

at Drury Lane Theatre in 1728.

For many years thereafter,

the work had numerous imita-

tors and adaptors, but its popu-

larity fell into a long period of

eclipse that lasted two centuries.

Finally Bert Brecht, librettist,

and Kurt Weill, composer, dis-

covered it. Tliey were attracted

to the theme because they felt

it reflected the dark brown mood
of Germany in the twenties.

They may have sensed the black

terror lying in wait with the ad-

vent of the Stormtroopers. In

"Threepenny Opera," with all its

greed, poverty and brutality,

they were suggesting things that

could come to a country, desper-

ate and full of fears, and there-

fore vulnerable to the embrace,

seduction and deception of a

dictator; just as Polly Peachum
in the play is embraced, seduced

and deceived by Mack, the Knife.

After overcoming many road-

blocks, the play was produced in

Berlin in 1928, and ran for five

years.

Several other adaptations of

the John Gay satire have been

tried in this country, but with

little success, until Marc Blitz-

stein turned to the task of adapt-

ing the German adaptation of

the original. The Brecht-Weill

version has greater bitterness

more savage humor than

the old bawdy musical. In 1950,

just before Weill's death, Blitz-

stein translated one of the songs.

On reading it, Weill suggested

Blitzstein adapt the whole thing

with his blessing.

It opened in 1954 for a limited

engagement at the Theatre de

Lys, an off-Broadway house in

Greenwich Village, New York
City, to unanimous acclaim by
critics and audience. Due to

former commitments, the thea-

tre had to be released and the

play closed as scheduled; but

New York critics virtually de-

manded its return. They review-

ed subsequent off - Broadway
productions, and devoted most of

their column fondly recalling the

stage magic of "Threepenny."

Broadway opened its doors to a

new producing team, Capalbo

and Chase, and offered them
empty houses (always at a

premium) , which the young men
wisely refused. They believed
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the musical could only be done,

successfully cloaked in the in-

timacy of a small theatre. So

they waited for the Theatre de

Lys to be free of commitments.

"Threepenny" was brought back

and has been playing to full

houses since September 20, 1955.

Wondering whether the play

was also attracting out-of-town-

ers, wondering also whether non-

New Yorkers could find the little

theatre on Christopher street, I

strolled into a card and curio

shop a few doors east of the

house, and put this question to

the proprietress. "I buy this

merchandise," she answered,

pointing to a straw basket dis-

play, "from a woman out west.

She visits her trade in New York
three times a year. She's seen

"Threepenny" each time — and

has reservations for her next

two trips east. And she says

she'll see it every time she gets

into town.

The owner also informed me
that many of the people who
come into her shop these days

are from out of town and are

visiting the Theatre de Lys.

It has now enjoyed over 500

performances and is still going

strong, giving every evidence of

breaking the record run of the

German version. It is also the

first off-Broadway musical that

has ever been recorded; almost

200,000 MGM albums of the

original cast have been sold.

Marlene Dietrich has visited

"Threepenny" half a dozen times

and says she'll take over the role

of Jenny any time the producers

are at a loss for an actress in the

part. The music in the play has

been haunting her for almost

thirty years now. She says that,

at one time, this alone might

have induced her to return to

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Germany; she would have loved

to listen to the "decadent music"

by two "degenerate non-Aryans"

in Hitler's "Museum of Degener-

ate Art." As it is, she issued the

statement recently that she will

never again set foot in Germany,

once her home land. She is one

Aryan (Aryan, according to Nazi

classification) who wants to blot

out all memory of degeneracy

and decadence practiced by Nazi

Germany during the last war.

To implement these recom-

mendations, the U. N. in Janu-

ary, 1952, set up a fund of $200

million for resettlement proj-

ects. To date only $7 million has

been spent. T'wo-year agree-

ments with Jordan and Egypt

for preliminary studies on the

two projects mentioned above

expired last year. The Arab Gov-

ernments are apparently content

to have vast numbers of refu-

gees living in their lands on in-

ternational charity as long as

this human misery serves their

political ends.

In the case of Jordan, the ref-

ugees number one-third of the

total population. As I left Jeri-

cho and traveled to other refu-

gee camps at Nuweimeh and El

Karameh, I passed vast tracts of

empty land which in ancient

times supported a considerable

population. With irrigation from
the Jordan under the Johnston

Plan, the land could once more
be made fertile and supply a live-

lihood not only for refugees, but

advance the standard of living

throughout Jordan. A good

friend of mine, Mr. P. M. Grosth-

waite of the United Kingdom,
told the last session of the Gen-

eral Assembly of his govern-

ment's "grave concern that so

little progress" had been made

towards rehabilitation of refu-

gees, and added:

Last year it was generally

agreed that UNRWA could

very properly participate in

general development proj-

ects which were not exclu-

sively for the benefit of the

refugees, provided that the

numbers of refugees reset-

tled were commensurate

with the agency's invest-

ment. It seems to my dele-

gation that the opportunity

thus opened to host coun-

tries of accelerating their

general economic develop-

ment should not be lightly

neglected.

None of the Arab host govern-

ments seem willing to give up
whatever political gain they may
derive from the existence of

hundreds of thousands of refu-

gees on their soil for large-scale

economic developments of their

own countries. Until they have

a change of heart, there is little

hope for any improvement in the

lives of the refugees whom I

watched idly passing the dice

back and forth over their back-

gammon boards.

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Twixt Matzos and Menorahs

Imagine — if you can — a

Jewish calendar in which Pass-

over comes in December. Or the

High Holy Days in June. Or
Hanukah in August.

No, the months haven't gotten

mixed up. But, when the con-

gregation stretches over dis-

tances ranging from a few hun-
dred to several thousand miles,

the planning for a holiday or a

Jewish festival observance must
extend over a correspondingly

long period of time. So, for the

National Jewish Welfare Board
(JWB), which is responsible for

religious activities among Jew-

ish GIs, Passover begins back

during the preceeding winter,

High Holy Day arrangements

are mapped out before summer
vacation plans.

The same time lag exists with

regard to hearing from the mem-
bers of the GI congregation.

While the Jewish chaplains, re-

cruited, endorsed and served by
JWB, can get their reports back

to New York with comparative

speed (never more than a couple

of months late) letters from the

servicemen who attend religious

services come in at the oddest

times. One must always remem-
ber that these men — chaplain

and officers and enlisted men

—

are often far out on the peri-

meter of the free world, and
their day-by-day-duties do not

always provide the luxury of free

time in which to write a letter

to an organization comfortably

set in a New York office build-

ing.

How the warmth of these let-

ers does make up for their late-

ness, though. For example, this

letter from a sailor aboard the

aircraft carrier Shangri-La, "in

the middle of the Pacific," which
comes on Passover to tell about

last Hanukah

:

N. Jablin

"In a few days we will be cele-

brating Hanukah, as best we can.

A few of the fellows and myself
went ashore Friday night and
saw the rabbi in town. He was
very nice to us and gave us a
Menorah, a box of candles and
some dreidels. You know, it may
sound funny, but the ringing

sound that a dreidel makes when
it hits a steel deck is really beau-
tiful music. . .

Every time I hear one clank

on the deck, I think of the

legends about how this holiday

began . . . how the Syrians en-

forced with brute force the laws

prohibiting study of the Torah
. . . how Jews used the dreidel to

make believe they were not

studying Torah when a Syrian

guard approached. And when I

look at our menorah, nothing
fancy like the one at home, I

think of the Eternal Light in the

Temple. I believe that the mir-

acle of the eight days of oil was
God's way of showing his chosen
children that they should never

give up hope. So, when I think

of Judah Maccabee, I can im-

agine that I am with him, fight-

ing the Syrians instead of float-

ing around out here in the Paci-

fic on an aircraft carrier . .

.

"I can't really stress the mean-
ing of this service to all of us

out here. I know that most guys
like myself are wishing that we
could be home for the holiday,

but I am sure that Uncle Sam
needs us badly wherever we are

going. All of the goings on
around the ship remind me of

home. The fellows are getting

their voices tuned up for Mo-oz
Tzur . . . the Protestant chaplain

has helped out by getting the

commissary department to make
us some latkes for after the ser-

vices.

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Abraham Flexner at 90
Concluded from Page 29)

came the Institute for Advanced
Study at Princeton, N. J.

And not the least of Dr. Flex-

ner's contributions to that new
institute — which he headed

from 1930 to 1939 — was his

ability to persuade the late Dr.

Albert Einstein to join the staff.

The consequences of that move
were almost literally earth-shak-

ing.

Dr. Flexner was born in

Louisville, one of nine children.

His father had come from Aus-
tria in 1853 and started as a ped-

dler. It was not an easy task that

faced the father, and, as Dr.

Flexner told an interviewer for

the New York Times, when he
was able to buy a horse the Flex-

ner children thought they were
rich.

Later, his father had success-

fully established himself as a
merchant in Louisville. But the

financial panic in 1873 brought
disaster to him. At that point,

an older brother, Jacob, used his

first savings to send young
Abraham to Johns Hopkins Uni-
versity in Baltimore. The young
man did not take long to demon-
strate that faith in him netted

quick rewards. He completed his

four year course in just two
years.

He returned to Louisville to

teach high school and later set

up a private institution, "Mr.
Flexner's School." Here he pros-

pered. But he was still restless,

still avid for learning, still seek-

ing the place in which he could

make the greatest contribution.

After 15 years, he left Louisville

and his successful school.

Flexner went first to Harvard,
where he took his master's de-

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gree in 1906. Then, he continued

his studies abroad, accompanied

by his wife and children. They
had just about exhausted their

savings in two years of study

in Europe, but his book, "The
American College," written in

1908, brought him to the atten-

tion of Henry Smith Pritchett,

then president of the Carnegie

Foundation for the Advance-

ment of Teaching. Out of that

association came the epoch-mak-

ing Bulletin No. 4 of the Carne-

gie Foundation — the bulletin

which revolutionized medical

teaching in this country.

It is perhaps characteristic of

men such as Dr. Flexner that

they simply cannot be retired.

At 90, this man who has accom-

plished enough for ten ordinary

lifetimes, still plans the fulfill-

ment of yet another dream.

That dream involves the set-

ting up of a foundation which
would serve the humanities, as

other great grants have served

medicine and the sciences. The
new foundation would cover

fields from ancient philosophy to

modern history.

Such a foundation would go
far toward correcting any ten-

dency toward distortion which
might produce an unbalanced

system — strong in technology,

but weak in the humanities.

Dr. Flexner worked, as usual,

on his 90th birthday. There
were no special parties, and
there were no grandiose cita-

tions. But there was also no
doubt in the minds of those who
looked objectively at life in this

country today, that he has al-

ready left an impress on his time
of immeasurable proportions.

Arthur D. Leidesdorf, vice-presi-
dent of the Pershing Square Build-
ing Corporation and a partner in the
firm of S. D. Leidersdorf and Co.

It's Always Passover In Israel

You want to be at a Seder ?

Go to Israel.

You have so many kinds of

Seders there: the Ashkenazi or

Western Seder that most of us

in America know, the Samaritan
. . . where they sacrifice a Pas-

chal lamb as they did in the

Temple of old, the various brands

of Seders of oriental Jews and
the ultra-modern kibbutz Seder.

running a drum plant? Mr.

Rosen asked for the opportunity

to prove that he did know. Fin-

ally, the Gulf Oil Corporation

superintendent weakened. He
must have had confidence in

Mr. Rosen, because he even of-

fered money to help build the

plant.

But Mr.- Rosen, proud as al-

ways, refused any help. Ingen-

iously, he utilized various types

of scrap, with which he was well

supplied, until he erected and

equipped a plant that would

cost half a million dollars had

somebody else built it. It cost

Mr. Rosen less than half that

figure.

The result of this venture is

the million-dollar drum busi-

ness which is Harry Rosen's

pride and joy, for all the four

Port Arthur refineries soon be-

gan giving the drum recondi-

tioning business to him. They

saw that drums could be re-

conditioned at Mr. Rosen's plant

for less than half the price it had

cost them to do it at their own

plants. In 15 years—from 1940

to 1955 the four major com-

pany refineries reduced their

costs for drums by a combined

total of five million dollars.

This means that the price of

gasoline for the every day con-

sumer has been kept down con-

siderably, compared to the ris-

ing prices of other commodities.

Mr. Rosen, although consid-

ered the richest man in Port

Arthur, resents the use of the

term "millionaire" as applied to

him. His main interest is his

family. His son and son-in-law

are in the business with him.

This year the United Jewish Appeal, which figures so

largely in the contributions of our communities, is attempting

to raise a special $100,000,000 Emergency Rescue Fund. This
is over and beyond their regular needs. This special fund is for

the specific purpose of saving at least 1 00,000 endangered Jews
in 1957. The public prints have made us all too aware of the

plight of our brethren in Egypt, in Austria, and other parts of

Europe, in the areas of North Africa and elsewhere, where
there will be major disaster unless help is forthcoming. And
help means money.

When your neighbor comes around for your contribution

—give, with a smile, preferably . . . but GIVE!

An Important Milestone

When the B'nai B'rith Institute of Judaism convenes at

Wildacres, Little Switzerland, North Carolina, on August 1 ith,

it will mark the 1 oth anniversary of this now highly important

institution in the field of Jewish education. Plans are underway
to signalize the occasion with a specially fine program.

We have frequently told the story of how the Institute

came into being, and in commenting on this 10th anniversary

we will be pardoned if we review some of the circumstances.

We were happily one of the small group that conceived and de-

veloped the idea and we trust that our recollection will be

reasonably accurate.

As we recall it, some five or six of us were discussing one
day in the city of Charlotte, the most recent annual meeting of

the North Carolina B'nai B'rith Association. In the interest of

conserving the time of the various lodge members, this meet-
ing, as had most similar ones previously, been confined to a day
and a half. As a result, by the time the routine of reports by the

association officers, lodge presidents, committees, etc., had been
taken care of, and officers had been elected, there was no time
left for any of the educational phases of the B'nai B'rith pro-

gram. That led to the idea of another get-together, at a differ-

ent season of the year, when there would be no business sched-

uled, but the entire emphasis would be placed on the cultural

and educational program of the order, which had been so sadly

neglected.

With Maurice A. Weinstein of Charlotte as the spearhead,

the idea was crystalized and negotiations were concluded with
I. D. Blumenthal, another outstanding citizen of Charlotte,

who offered his fine, commodious estate at Wildacres, as the

site, and the first Institute was launched there in the summer
of 1948.

It was with considerable anxiety that this first Institute

was watched for, after all, it was an experiment. The first facul-

ty comprised Rabbi Arthur J. Lelyveld, the noted historian,

Marvin Lowenthal. and the late Ludwig Lewisohn. Whether
it was the excellence of the faculty or the soundness of the idea

itself that made it so successful, is a matter of conjecture. It was

probably both. Suffice it to say that in this humble way began

an endeavor that has proved to be one of the most interrupting

and fruitful contributions yet to be made in the field of Jewish

education.

Concurrently, we had just passed through a phase of em-

phasis on Jewish Youth education. The feeling was pretty much
that there wasn't too much that could be done with the current

generation of adults. They were given up as lost souls . . . too far

along in years and interests to attempt any reclamation. And
so it was something of a surprise when, year after year, fifty or

sixty adult men and women continued to come to the Insti-

tutes, applying themselves diligently, and wih evident relish, to

fewish study for four or five days.

What has happened since is now history. The idea has

proved itself beyond any reasonable doubt, and before long it

was taken up by other B'nai B'rith districts to the point where

it is anticipated that the year 1957 will see twenty Institutes in

many countries. The program became so important that in

1 954 the Supreme Grand Lodge of B'nai B'rith created a new-

division of edult education to handle the procedure. Much of

the credit for the expansion of the idea is due Rabbi Harold

Weisberger. now on the teaching staff of Brandeis University,

who was the first director of the division. High hopes for a con-

tinuation of the fine work are placed on the new director, Dr.

Simon Noveck, who is just taking over.

The members of the faculties over the years would read

like a "Who's Who" of Jewish culture and education. These

talented individuals not only imparted their knowledge and

wisdom at the regular class-room sessions, but likewise made
themselves available most graciously for individual consulta-

tion in the off-periods. Many of us came away from the all-too-

brief sessions with answers to questions that had bothered us

lor long, refreshed and reassured from these personal contacts.

And who have been the students at these Institutes? Not
necessarily the leaders in their communities, although there

were many such. But it has been the small merchant, the hum-
ble men and women with a thirst for Jewish identification, who
have peopled the Wildacres sessions. We recall one couple in

particular. They came from one of the state's smaller towns,

where they were folks of influence. They made their first ap-

pearance at the conclusion of a night class, where the infor-

mal discussion had come around to the familiar subject of

Jewish survival. After listening for about a half hour, the man.

who in his own community had the reputation for not over-

emphasizing his Jewishness. rose and said, "For the last half-

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THIS JEWISH HUSBAND
Some weeks ago I wa^ report-

ing here some vital statistics on

the longer lives of Jewish wives

than of their husbands, as was

ALFRED SEGAL

revealed by a census of the resi-

dents of a Jewish home for the

aged : Far more widows than

widowers living- there. (Though,

in fact, Gentile husbands don't

live as long as their wives, eith-

er, as I have deduced from in-

surance company statistics.)

Yet, since as husband 1 may
be taken off much sooner than

my help-mate, I could rejoice at

the way in which widows finally

manage to adiust their lives,

minus us. My own ghost will de-

rive comfort from seeing my
widow joining with other widows
to dispel their loneliness ... by
canasta games of afternoons, by
mah .iong, by luncheons togeth-

er. This has been my observa-

tion in the big apartment house
in which I reside ... a building

so full of widows that I, as living

husband, feel almost superfluous

there. They have such a nice

time together, and that's all to

the good.

Well, that column in which I

wrote about comfortable widows,
prompts a non-Jewish lady to

write to me about her late Jew-
ish husband. Two years have
passed since he died, but the

vacancy in her life remains un-
filled. He was such a great, good
husband. I feel rather proudly
privileged to present this Jewish
husband here, like a notable por-
trait in a frame.

His widow's letter was saying:

"I am a steady reader of your

column, although I am not Jew-

ish. My husband was Jewish,

and a finer man never lived. He
died at 57. just two years ago.

"I have as yet been unable to

find anything that fills the ter-

rible void left by his passing,

although I have grown children

and grandchildren. All the ca-

nasta games in the world, and all

the widows' companionship are

no substitute for the love and
companionship of my husband.

"Of course, I don't have the

financial means or time to play

much canasta, but I have a job

as legal secretary which I really

enjoy because it keeps my mind
so occupied, I don't have time to

think of much else during work-

ing hours, but when the day is

done and I leave here, there is

always that deep feeling of 'lost-

ness.'

"My husband was a brilliant

man, a taecher, author of nu-

merous technical articles and
books ... he was my rock and
fortress. I am not a weakling,

but I didn't know how much I

depended on him for moral sup-

port and companionship until he

was gone.

"What I missed most was the

hours we spent together read-

ing, talking, walking, browsing

through book shops and the pub-

lic library. I never asked him a

question that he was unable to

answer, or at least to tell me
where I could find the answer.

Our whole family depended on

him in that way, and even now
when a question come up re-

garding history, literature,

chemistry, pharmacy . . . Some
one always says, 'Dad could an-

swer that, or tell us where to

find the answer.'

"I am almost sixty now, and

the days are running fast, but

not fast enough for me. I am so

tired of this weary, unsuccess-

ful effort to make a new life for

myself (as people are so fond of

saying) and to forget ... As
expressed in a poem I once read,

"think I shall forget him if I try,

but I think it would be easier to

die.'

"So, you see, women love

their husbands for something

more than the living they make
for them, and the security they

leave them. Canasta, friends,

money . . . none of them are sub-

stitutes for the love and com-

panionship of those we love and

lose.

"I do wish, though, that some
of our eminent doctors would do

a little more research into the

reason for the comparatively

early demise of so many Jewish

men. It seems to me when I read

the list of burials in the Court

Index, there are more Jewish

men passing between the ages of

50 and 65 than there are non-

Jewish.

"As you said in your article,

the Jewish women live to a ripe

old age, and perhaps that is be-

cause their husbands are so good

to them that they are able to

take life easy and thus prolong

it. But what does a long life

mean to a lonely woman? I know
one such who is in the Home
for the Jewish Aged ... 83

years old, who would be so hap-

py if this 'fever called living'

would end. Incidentally, she is

my husband's mother who has

been a widow for 38 years.

"Why don't you Jewish men
take better care of yourselves?"

. . . The lady signs herself simply

"A Reader."

Well, I should tell her that

she really still has her husband
. . . very much alive, bright

and smiling ... in every heart-

beat of hers . . . and corner of

her house of evenings . . . be-

tween the pages of books he

loved . . Such is the happy des-

tiny of a man who is truly loved,

as this man's widow keeps on

loving him. Of what future life

after he died can any man be

more sure? He's there ... all

the time with her.

It must be Adam, I thought,

because only Adam howled so

loudly when he saw anyone with

books. He had a passionate ha-

tred of books, I knew. Like his

father.

I looked around, but of course

Adam, the burbling, drooling

Adam, had retreated into his

lair.

I went upstairs, and after my
mother greeted me I sat down at

the kitchen table, opened my
books, both of them. My mother
bustled softly about the kitchen.

There was really very little to

bustle about in our kitchen. It

was spotless in a very clean, lean

way. That is, there was not

enough furniture to clutter up

the room. Only the deal table

with the print tablecloth, the

few hard wooden chairs. On the

stove a kettle of water was sim-

mering and purring and adding

a homey touch. That was all.

But my mother's look when I put

down the books on the table, and
her frank interest in what I was

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If There Is No Bread
(Concluded from Page 5)

them: they contained pork. So I

coveted and ached and went hun-

gry, while all the boys gorged

themselves with the round little

pork pies.

MR. GIMMEL'S MAIL
My friend Mr. Gimmel was

telling me: He had just been

reading in the Jewish press that

Jewish leaders down in Miami
have been complaining about all

those drives for contributions of

all kinds that Jews have to take.

These complainants aren't the

tight-fisted kind
;
indeed, they

themselves help to direct the

more important drives, such as

ALFRED SEGAL

United Jewish Appeal, etc ... all

that sort; and they're generous

givers, besides. What troubles

them is all those minor appeals

that cut down on the contribu-

tions badly needed for good, big

causes.

But Mr. Gimmel was saying

that, after all, it may be good for

people to be reminded almost

every day, by mail, that they are

Jews and what it costs. He meant
all those appeals for contribu-

tions that are found in our mail

boxes practically each morning.

Mr. Gimmel, in the tailoring

business, is philosopher as well,

and, as such, gets to wandering

far and deep when he starts on

a subject. . . . "You know me,

Segal. I'm far from being a lead-

ing man in the synagogue. I pay

my dues. They see me there on

Jahrzeits and on Rosh Hashonah
and Yom Kippur. Oh, you should

see me there on Jahrzeit when I

say Kaddish at the altar down-

stairs of the synagogue for my
mother or father.

"Maybe J shouldn't be telling

you this, but somehow on Jahr-

zeit I get to feel more reverential

even than on Rosh Hashonah
and Yom Kippur in the syna-

gogue. . . all on account of my
mother and father, Selig. They
brought me up . . . they helped

to make my good life for me . . .

they were like God to me. In the

small Jahrzeit congregation in

the schul . . . not much larger

than a minyon ... I really feel

closer to God than in the big

crowd that's in schul on the holi-

days.

"But all that really is beside

the point of what I was starting

to talk to you about. What was
that? Oh yes, now I remember.
I was talking to you about com-
plaints down in Miami in connec-

tion with all those drives of all

kinds which cut in on the big,

really worthwhile ones, and help

to cut them down, you might say.

But I am one who isn't kicking

at that . . . not at all."

Toward explaining just what
he meant, Mr. Gimmel went on

to describe to me a day of his

life as a Jew. "I wake up in the

morning with scarcely a thought
of my being a Jew. Long ago,

when I got up I would wash my
face, wrap myself in my 't'fillim'

and 'talith' and say the prayers
of the morning. So every morn-
ing I used to remember devoutly

that I am a Jew, but long ago I

fell out of that custom. I gave
it up in my hurry to get to the

office on time. I really don't

know now whatever became of

my 't'fillim'. Now I jump out of

bed, shave, take a shower, gulp

down my breakfast and am off

without ever a thought of Jew-
ishness . . . until I start opening

the mail on my desk. Oh, you
should see that mail

!

"By the mail every morning. .

.

and almost by every mail

throughout the day, I am re-

minded how Jewish I am and
what it costs. For instance . . .

only this morning . . . there was
that piece of mail whose almost

square-shaped envelope suggest-

ed it contained an invitation, and
sure enough, that's what it was
... an invitation.

"It was inviting me as Jew to

be sure and attend the $5-a-

plate dinner at which they're
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going to start off a campaign to

raise some money for the good

and welfare of the 'fallashas.' I

Yes, they are the black Jews of

North Africa and it was for their

good and welfare, or some such

cause. 'Your brothers, the fall-

guess you know who they are.

ashes,' the invitation read.

"Then the next letter: It

pleaded to me in behalf of the

Yeshivah of Plunjan that once

stood in the village of Plunjan

in Lithuania where my father

was born. It asked me, would I,

in my father's sacred memory,
give as generously as I could to

this Yeshivah? This Yeshivah

no longer stands in Plunjan, but

rather it now inhabits Four Cor-

ners, Wise, and, indeed, there

hasn't been any Plunjan, as I've

heard, ever since Hitler went

through Lithuania in 1941. The
name Plunjan is retained in the

Four Corners Yeshivah memori-

ally. The letter told me: 'This

is written to remind you of your

Jewish and filial duty.'

The Challenge of Shevous
Guest Editorial by Meyer H. Marx,

Rabbi, Temple Beth El, Knoxville , Tenn.

Some twenty-five centuries ago, Heracleitus, a philosopher

of ancient Greece, said that the only element in the universe

that was constant was that of change. Although one might not

agree entirely with this sage of old, this is certainly a challeng-

ing idea. In the world of nature, in the growth of the individ-

ual, in the continually developing altitudes and outlooks of the

human race, the element of change is certainly one of the most

striking characteristics.

Certainly, the variations on the basic symphony of Judaism
demonstrates this idea. One need only glance at the index to

Graetz' monumental six-volume History of the Jews to see the

manifold variations and striking differences in what we call

Judaism from the time of Abraham, its founder, to this Atomic
age in which we live.

At this Shevuos season, it is challenging to examine our
festival in light of this idea of change. Like Passover and Sue-

both, the background of Shevuos is to be found in the Torah.
Together with these two festivals, it was one of the times when
every pious Jew was expected to make a pilgrimage to Jerusa-

lem to worship there in the great Temple which stood upon the

summit of Mt. Zion. The Bible tells us that seven weeks after

the Passover, we are to celebrate the Ha'Bikkurim, which means
literally, "Holiday of the First Fruits." Obviously, Shevuos was
originally an agricultural festival. It goes back to the days when
our forefathers tilled the soil for a living. Shevuos is also some-

times called the "Festival of Pentecost." This is taken from the

Greek word for fifty, and refers to the fact that it was to be ob-

served approximately fifty days after Pesach. Of course, our
Christian neighbors use the word Pentecost in an entirely dif-

ferent connection. To them it is the celebration of the descent

of the Holy Spirit on the Apostles of Jesus.

During this seven-week period, the farmers planted the

seeds and waited for the very first fruits to mature. These they

did not use for their own benefit, but harvested them and took
them to the sanctuary at Jerusalem for a gift. This was their

thank-offering that God had again permitted the cycle of change
from the seed to the fully-developed fruit. They rejoiced be-

cause God had again insured for them the life-giving food for

another season. Each day during this period, our ancestors

brought as an offering to God a stalk of barley. Barley is called

in Hebrew "oraer." It is from this background that the practice

of "counting the omer" came into existence because the He-
brew word for counting is "sefiriah." We frequently find the

season between Passover and Shevuos referred to as the "se-

liriah."

Like most other Jewish holidays with an agricultural back-

ground, Shevuos may be said to have come into its own when it

was given ethical significance. Either by sheer coincidence or

perhaps by clever planning on the part of Moses, the Ten Com-

mandments, according to tradition, were given in the wilder-

ness of Sinai at the Shevuos season. Thus, the emphasis was
changed and Shevuos became the holiday of zeman mattan
Torah, the time of the giving of the law. An entirely new idea,

the moral implications of Judaism as revealed in the great

drama of Sinai are gradually becoming the very heart of the

Shevuos festival.

Reform Judaism in America added to Shevuos a new type

of loveliness in developing the ceremony of Confirmation

which takes place at this season. Conservative and even Ortho-

dox Judaism in some areas, realizing the dramatic possibilities

of the holiday, also use this modern interpretation of Shevuos

in the ritual of the season. This festive occasion furnishes the

perfect background for our children to conclude the first part

of their religious training and take their places as responsible

members of our Congregational families. As the Jewish people

at the foot of Sinai pledged their devotion to Torah in the

words, "we will do and we will obey," so our children today

repeat the age-old pledge as they take upon themselves the obli-

gation of our holy faith.

There is one other phase of Shevuos which we need to know
if we would understand it in all its implications. The Biblical

Book particularly associated with this holiday is the Book of

Ruth. Ruth, not a Jewess by birth, nonetheless is the symbol of

Jewish loyalty at its best. Who coidd forget the immortal words
of Ruth? After tragedy and bereavement had come upon her,

Naomi urged her to return to her native land of Moab. Then
Ruth answered, "Entreat me not to leave thee; whither thou

goest, I will go; and where thou lodgest, I will lodge; thy people

shall be my people, and thy God my God." The name Ruth
means "one who sweetens." This does not imply a cloying sac-

charine-like sweetness, but indicates one whose life lifts and
enriches those whom it touches. It suggests usefulness to our
fellowman, which we Jews teach is one of the highest forms of

service to God. Shevuos is a time for moral self-renewal, for

re-dedication to Torah, and for gratitude to God for the beauty

of the world of nature at this season.

Israel Enters Its Tenth Year

establishment of the State of Israel was a joyous one, with re-

spect to its past, tempered by sober consideration with regard

to its future.

Carriers ofPrejudice
By William H. Tipton, Jr., Vice-President,

National Conference of Christians and Jews

The following is an address made by Mr. Tipton on the occasion of his

visit recently to several predominantly Prostestant communities in North
Carolina. The Editor.

A few years age, the national

Better Business Bureau said of

the organization which I serve

that it is the oldest and most ef-

fective organization in the field

of brotherhood. So that you may
know what we consider brother-

hood, we define it as giving to

others the same rights, respect

and dignity one wants for one's

self—and I submit that this is

as practical an application of the

Golden Rule as you will find . . .

The concept of the brother-

hood of man under the Father-

hood of God is an integral part

of the teaching of Judaism,

Catholicism, and Protestantism.

The practice of brotherhood in

all human relations is affirmed

to be a duty by all the major re-

ligions of mankind. As an or-

ganization whose business is

brotherhood, made up of re-

ligiously-motivated Protestants,

Catholics and Jews interested in

—as our By-Laws put it—ana-

lyzing, moderating and finally

eliminating intergroup preju-

dices which disfigure and dis-

tort religious, business, social

and political relations, we use

educational methods and a civic

platform in an attempt to rally

in American communities the

forces of resistance to prejudice,

bigotry and intolerance. We be-

lieve that the more deeply and
strongly flows the current of

one's distinctive religious faith,

the more helpful is likely to be

his contribution on a civic level

to wholesome human relations

with those from whom he dif-

fers.

In the so-called Bible Belt of

the Old South, we Protestants

dominate, except for Florida. We
dominate in Texas and Okla-

homa, and in Utah, for the

Church of Jesus Christ of Lat-

ter Day Saints is classified as

Protestant. Nowhere else in

these United States do Protes-

tants make up over fifty per

cent of the population, accord-

ing to a recent TIME Magazine

map.

As the dominant influence in

this section where Protestants

range as high as 98 V2 per cent

of the population, we must ac-

cept the major responsibility

for much of the bigotry and dis-

crimination that is rampant.

Whether we like it or not, we
must accept responsibility for

the six o'clock shadow that dark-

ens the country club set. We
must accept responsibility for

the past and present Ku Klux
Klan and its anti-Semitic, anti-

Catholic, anti-Negro, and some-
times anti-foreigner mouthings
of hate, for it openly limits its

membership to white Protes-

tants, and is proud of its label.

In all truthfulness, we must
admit that we Protestants are

what Harry Overstreet calls

"The Gentle People of Preju-

dice," who has reminded us

that "a culture begins to slip

morally when it grants special

privileges or denies them on
grounds that have nothing to do

with the individual desert," that

"he who permits evil commits
evil, and this is what makes for

the haunting sense of guilt in

our culture."

Overstreet — well-known phi-

losopher, author, citizen of Vir-

ginia—is no apostle of doom ; on

the contrary, he radiates confi-

dence in mankind. He jolts us

when he reminds us that "the

most dangerous members of our

society are those grown-ups

whose powers of influence are

adult, but whose motives and

responses are infantile." He has

spoken a word of warning for

all when he said : "Many a mem-
ber of the dominant group will

earnestly aver that he never in-

tended it that Negroes should

be insulted and maltreated on

buses, in railroad stations, and

on public streets; that he never

intended it that Mexican-Ameri-
cans should be brutally beaten;

that his heart is sore and
ashamed when he reads of the

defiling of Jewish synagogues

by hoodlums. He did not intend

these things. But he created the

social sanction for these things.

By adopting a twisted principal

of human association he and the

people like him opened the Pan-

dora's box out of which have
flown the intolerances and cruel-

ties that have defiled our cul-

ture."

But it is not to the oppressed

but to the oppressor that the

greatest harm is done. Over-

street says that "it is the mild

and gentle people of prejudice,

with their compulsive effortless-

ness, who must bear the burden

of the moral guilt . . . What prej-

udice does to the prejudiced is,

in subtler or in grosser ways, to

work an inner corruption. This

is the image we need to build of

the people who claim white su-

premacy and Christian superi-

ority. They are intellectually and

morally sick people. What is
:

worse, they are sick people who
try to make their own sickness

the measure of their society's

health."

In this day of mass hysteria

over race relations in our South-

land, and the specter of school

desegregation troubling our con-

sciences, it is hard for any-

one to think objectively. It is
i

difficult to keep from exploding

over this problem. Let's turn '<

completely away from this hot

potato of our day—only one

facet of the over-all problem of

intergroup relations which could 1

be an interesting subject of dis-

cussion in itself—and turn com-
pletely to other aspects of this

problem of living together ami-

cably.

We all must have a house in

which to live, so what about

housing in your community— I

can a person buy a home any- I

where in your city ? That sounds I

like a silly question, for your
immediate reaction is, "Sure, if

you can pay the price." But in

all too many cities there is re-

ligious discrimination in some
select real estate development

Ben Winick, civic and commu-
nal leader, and ardent Zionist, is

a native of Knoxville, where he is

the senior member of the law

firm of Winick and Nichols.

After obtaining his elemen-

tary education in the public

schools of the city, he attended

the University of Tennessee, and

Columbia University in New
York City, graduating as a law-

yer in 1918. A participant in

World War II, he was attached

to the Judge Advocate General's

Department, and emerged from

service with the rank of captain.

Following his entrance into

the practice of law, he became

city attorney of Knoxville, serv-

ing for several years in that ca-

pacity.

Mr. Winick became interested

in Zionism at an early age, being

a disciple of Herzl. He organized

the first Zionist group in his

area and, upon the formation of

the Southeastern Region of the

Zionist Organization of America,

he became a member of the ex-

ecutive committee, and subse-

quently, its president. In reward

for his activity, and in recogni-

tion of his ability, he was elected

to the national executive com-

mittee of the Z. O. A., and is cur-

rently national vice-president. In

1951 he was a delegate to the

World Zionist Congress, assembl-

ing in Jerusalem, from where he

made an extensive tour of sever-

al weeks through the new State

of Israel.

Although Mr. Winick's major
interest is Zionism, he is an ac-

tive member of B'nai B'rith, and
is a Shriner and an Elk. Locally,

he is a member of both the Or-

thodox Heska Anion Synagogue
and of the Reform Beth El Tem-
ple. He was one of the organizers

of the Knoxville Jewish Com-
munity Center and served as its

Jews cannot buy a home in

some restricted developments.

There is no consideration of the

individual, of his education, his

cultural achievement, his stand-

ing- in the community, just a

Jew can't buy a home there,

period. Dr. Jonas Salk, whose
discovery of the polio vaccine

has just about stilled the threat

of that dread disease for your
children and mine, couldn't buy
a home in certain sections of

many cities in the Southeast to-

day. That's a harsh reality

—

what amounts to persecution be-

cause of religious belief, happen-
ing in this land of freedom and
democracy in the year 1957.

Of course, we could carry that

illustration of Dr. Jonas Salk a

bit further—he couldn't get a

hotel room for the night in

some of the best hotels because

they have "restricted clientele"

—and it goes without saying

that in most country clubs he

couldn't be received as a mem-
ber.

Actually, this housing dis-

crimination is one of the most
contemptible forms of discrimi-

nation. It often means that the

little man of the shriveled soul,

with hate in his heart for a

group, is taking it out on his

selected scapegoat, who finds it

difficult to fight back.

If someone were concerned

enough about such a situation,

a protest to the local Real Estate

Board probably would correct

the situation—if not, the Na-
tional Association of Real Estate

Boards might well ban from
membership both the local Real

Estate Board, which lets such

practices continue, and the real

estate operator who practiced

the discrimination. That has

happened in some places where
local citizens became aroused

enough to do somethin gabout it.

Turning from where we live

—

our homes — what about the

women's clubs and garden clubs,

which are not only cultural but
social circles? Is your commu-
nity one in which the women's
clubs ban Jews from member-
ship? Are Catholic women wel-

comed to membership? If so,

you're ahead of some cities in

the Southeast. Or the garden
club—does a Jew have a less

green thumb than a Protestant?

This story began a few years

ago, when the pate was covered

with a black mat instead of the

present day oval-shaped circum-

ference edged with stodgy gray

leftovers persistent in their dog-

gedness to remain as long as

there are signs of life in the

roots.

I can very well call it The Tin

Foil Era, for that's what it was

for me. In a sense, tin foil can-

not very well be pinned down as

quality, for it can be likened to

one's interpretation of good, rich

or poor.

Sometimes we
brought two or three balls at a

time and he'd shower us with

compliments on our pickings.

\ With the money received, we'd

I be on our own to buy candy or

I whatever the desire of the rao-

li ment.

But it was the fun of seeking

out the wrappers, peeling the

foil, stuffing our pockets during

the mile trek, if not more some-

times, along the curbs, emptying

our pockets on the school stoop

and rolling the balls.

We'd caw away like crows, dis-

cussing every conceivable sub-

ject while we made the silver

balls. And this was as intriguing

as the search for the silver paper.

On our rounds, we were occa-

sionally lucky and found a coin or

two: pennies, nickels and dimes.

It was every now and then sur-

prising to find a medallion or

some other item of jewelry, such

as earrings, hatpins or nonde-

script trinkets.

kind. Coins, particularly pennies,

have become more prominent, es-

pecially near parked automobiles

in the streets. Drivers apparently

reaching into their pockets for

keys, unsuspectingly drop the

coins which become entwined in

them.

To an observant eye, particu-

larly the "sniper," goes the re-

ward for this sort of negligence

on part of the car owner. The
"sniper" is the poor man desper-

ate for a smoke, so in need of it,

in fact, he will stoop to pick up

"butts" wherever he sees them,

building a reserve as long as he

continues his curb hunting.

All of which leads me to my
peregrinations which have been

very profitable in their own
sense of fulfillment. The pickup

may be small, but the reward is

great, many times greater than

words can express it.

It started with World War II,

when there was so much talk of

inflation. The government was
doing everything in its power to

halt it, but somehow, and for

some unexplained reason, the

Washingtonians were not very

successful, as the price spiral

brashly continued its curve up-

ward. The value of the dollar

shrunk, and with it the penny
and nickel and dime, all of which
seemingly had little of their orig-

inal worth. So much so, many
people, from what I gathered, did

not want to bother carrying the

devaluated coins in their pockets.

This conclusion is manifested

purely by the preponderance of

pennies and occasional nickels

and dimes found in the streets

during the early stages of the in-

flation. Surely holes were not

burned in trousers to bring this

condition about. Nor poor tailor-

ing. At least this is how I felt,

although carelessness could have

been another factor, which I

doubt.

Today, more than ever, money
can be found in the streets of

America.

For years this quotation has

been on the lips of many foreign-

ers before and after their arrival

in this country. More before, in

fact, than after.

One has to industriously look

for money, if they want to find it

in the streets. And that, to many
newcomers here, is quite an un-

expected as well as disappointing

climax: They anticipated finding

gold and silver waiting for them
like wild flowers, to be plucked at

will.

When the wild flowers do not

show up, they believe they have
been misled in leaving their coun-

try. But soon they become ad-

justed to the reality that chrys-

anthemums, glads, or other of

the cultured flowers do not grow
of themselves: What does, they

learn the hard way, is quite un-

satisfactory. It is hard work that

brings the golden sunshine and
silver sunsets on the streets or in

the fields.

In the interim years, the boun-

ty of the streets in copper, nick-

els and silver has been good to

vails, and religious discrimina-

tion continues in a complacent,

dominantly Protestant commu-
nity.

For the men, what about the

service or civic clubs—Rotary,

Kiwanis, Lions, Optimist, Civi-

tan, and others? Of course, the

national or international organi-

zation has high-sounding princi-

ples stated in charters and ob-

jectives, their creeds, but what
happens on the local level? Is

the Jew or the Catholic profes-

sional or business man passed

over? In some cities in the

Southeast, civic clubs in actual

practice discriminate, especially

against the Jew. I have an Idea

that if a protest were made to

the national or international

headquarters of such club, the

local unit would lose its charter

because of religious discrimina-

tion. What about the person of

foreign background — is he

strange to us, not wanted in our

fraternal midst? Perhaps we
ought to be reminded every now
and then that each person in

this room is a descendant of im-

migrants—unless he happens to

be a full-blooded American In-

dian. And in this nation today,

one out of four of us are only

one generation removed from a

foreign culture.

Or let's turn to the strictly

social level—what about the

country club situation in your

city? When six o'clock comes,

does the Jewish merchant or

lawyer or doctor go home, or

can he go to the country club?

If he lives in Greensboro, North

Carolina, he can be a member
and welcome in either of the

two very fine country clubs, but

as far as I know, this is the only

city in the entire Southeast

where this is the case. In some
places, discrimination against

Jews for country club member-
ship has led to their establish-

ing their own clubs, and natural-

ly Christians aren't taken in as

members—leading to social com-

partmentalization along religi-

ous lines.

In one Southeastern city, this

country club discrimination

must really lead to quite a job

of searching a family tree, for

one country club black-balled a

three-star general for member-
ship because he had a Jewish

grandmother. That's hard to be-

lieve, isn't it? If I told you the

name of the general, you'd real-

ly gasp. Do you suppose we'll

eventually get to submitting

blood lines like the stud book in

horse breeding, to qualify for

membership in some country

clubs?

This particular country club

had a hard nut to crack some
years ago when a Jewish busi-

ness man, Mr. Big of that city,

decided that he'd like to be a

member, and filed an application

properly sponsored by a mem-
ber. The country club directors

didn't want to tell Mr. Leading

Citizen, up in years, multi-mil-

lionaire, and principal owner of a

large industry, that it didn't

want to have him as a member
because of his Jewish belief, so

they just told him: "Sorry, we
have no vacancy."

Imagine their consternation

when this Jewish citizen didn't

accept the brush-off, but re-

plied, "All right, I can wait."

For more than two years, this

country club couldn't take in a

new member because every six

months this business man re-

newed his application—actually,

he died with that application

pending. The newspaper publish-

er in that city offered to bring

the matter to a head by resign-

ing to create a vacancy, but Mr.
Big wouldn't accept that offer

—

his reply to the publisher was
that all he wanted them to do

was admit that they didn't want
him in the club because he was
a Jew, and that if they would
publicly admit that they were
anti-Semitic, he would withdraw
his application.

Actually, some of this social

discrimination on religious
grounds is a rather recent thing.

Take this same city I have re-

ferred to—it has another coun-

try club. Among its founders

in the late teens or early twen-

ties was at least one Jewish

business m&^. During World
War II, with the only son off in

military service, and this Jew-
ish business man advanced in

years, he resigned his member-
ship. After the wa:-. the son re-

turned to the city, became es-

tablished in business, received

the Man-of-the-Year award from
the local Junior Chamber of

Commerce, established himself

as a civic leader and successful

business man, married a girl

whom he had met during the

war, a girl who was a member of

our Olympic swimming team
some years ago. She was reared

a Methodist, turned Jewish

when she married her husband.

Recently, this young man decid-

ed that he would like to be a

member of the country club his

father had helped create, and he

applied for membership, with

proper sponsorship by a mem-
ber. The answer he got: "Sorry,

we have no vacancy, but Nancy
can use the swimming pool any
time she wants to."

Does this kind of thing have
to be in a country club, or in

any kind of club? If silence on

the part of supposedly respect-

able citizens gives what Harry
Overstreet calls "the social

sanction for these thinrs," then

the answer is "Yes." If enough
people speak up, it can be stop-

ped. Just let me give you an ex-

ample of how the determination

of a Methodist layman oil man
stopped such bigotry some years

ago in a Southwestern city.

He's a dedicated

churchman and outstanding civ-

ic leader. Some of the people in

the oil industry in his city had

the idea of creating a petroleum

club, and they wanted this man's

influence and some of his dollars

to help the project along.

A committee called on Mr.

Oilman, outlined the plan, and

got the response that it sound-

ed like a good idea, so they got

down to some details of plan-

ning. Pretty soon, one member
of the committee said, "Now, of

course, we want to be sure that

the membership in this Petro-

leum Club is restricted to the

right people." Mr. Oilman re-

plied, "Yes, I think to be a mem-
ber, a person ought to be direct-

ly affiliated with the oil indus-

try or its allied services." The
committee member hemmed and
hawed and said that this wasn't

exactly what he meant. Mr. Oil-

man asked him point blank what
he did mean. Finally, the com-
mittee member came out with
the explanation that he thought
no Jews should be admitted to

the club.

Mr. Oilman replied, "That's

what I thought you meant, but I

wanted to hear you say it. I

want all of you to know that T

have fought discrimination like

this all my life, and I will con-

tinue to fight it. Not only will

I have nothing to do with a club

that has such restrictions, but
I'll fight you all the way in get-

ting this restricted club organ-
ized, and if I have to, I'll organ-
ize a competing club and finance
it entirely out of my own pock-
et." That brought the mat-
ter to an end, the group agreed
that there would be no discrimi-

nation. Then Mr. Oilman threw
the clincher at the committee

—

"All right, just to make sure
that we behave ourselves, I want
to stipulate that we will have
two members of the clergy in

our Petroleum Club who will

not have to pay dues, but who
will have all the rights and priv-

ileges of membership—a minis-

ter and a rabbi. Maybe they'll

keep us straight."

That's how the rabbi of

Temple Beth Israel and the pas-

tor of First Methodist Church

got to be members of that par-

ticular Petroleum Club. Today,

it is a shining example of wel-

coming all members of the oil

fraternity into membership . . .

Protestant, Catholic and Jew—if

qualified to belong, which is not

the pattern in many such clubs

over the country.

We've talked about where we
live, our cultural and social ac-

tivities, our civic or service clubs

to which we belong. What about

higher education for our chil-

dren? Can the son or daughter

of a Jewish citizen choose col-

lege and expect to be accepted

if his or her grades are accept-

able? Ever heard of the quota

system? There are some reveal-

Would that the spirit these messages contain be translated

into positive action!

Premier David Ben-Gurion, in a broadcast to the nation,

described last year as "the most critical and testing" since the

war of independence.

Declaring that Israel, during the year, had broken through

the barrier of political isolation, Mr. Ben-Gurion added: "We
shattered the Egyptian sword suspended over our heads and de-

stroyed the aggression bases of our strongest and most danger-

ous enemy. We opened the Red Sea passage for Israeli shipping

to and from Elath. And the flow of immigration has gathered

strength, and Jewish communities that were forcibly cut off and
isolated from us are now coming home."

Israel's primary objecives in the coining year, the Premies
asserted, are absorption of an estimated 100,000 immigrants and
further development of the Negev. He said 30,000 immigrants

arrived in Israel in the first four months of the year and "we
know there are millions of Jews who are forcibly separated from
us and that a large part of them waits and prays for admission.

The entire civilized world will reflect what transpires with

respect to Israel in the coining tenth year. We can only hope
that after all of the mistakes that have been made up to this

point, common decency and justice will finally prevail and the

removal of the many barriers to Israel's progress will enable

that State to achieve its tremendous potential.

"Harry Epstein has always

been an ardent supporter of Jew-

ish affairs.

He has held sev-

eral officerships in congrega-

tions of the Joplin, Missouri,

Miami, and Oklahoma areas.

He has held posts in the B'nai

B'rith, and a few years ago was
honored with a testimonial din-

ner for his efforts in the Jewish

community.

A Priceless Bar Mitzvah Charge

It is not too difficult a task to analyze the psychology of the

young Bar Mitzvah boy today within the American Jewish com-

munity. A father entered the room of his son on a Tuesday
morning and found the little young man' busily occupied in

his study answering "Thank You" cards for all of his Bar Mitz-

vah gifts, upon special request of his mother, who directed the

extensive correspondence. His father asked him, "Why are you
so happy today, my son?" And the young man replied as follows:

"It's fun. Dad. I'm all through now with my Hebrew school

studies ... no more services on Shabbos morning ... no more
Tephilin . . . and I'm really free, with all the time now to play

tennis, swim, and go bicycle-riding around the lake." The father

quietly, but most sternly, reprimanded the boy and really show-

ed him the 'light' as he taught the Bar Mitzvah boy the basic

differences between right and wrong, correcting his fallacious

outlook in life.

It is my opinion that parents today coddle and pamper these

little young gentlemen' too much, which does not reap success-

ful spiritual' dividends in the future cycle of their years. I read

an interesting poem of a 'Bar Mitzvah boy' who wrote about his

parents. The title was, "MY PARENTS," and this is how it

read . . . "At seven: My parents—they are the smartest people in

the world; they know everything ... At seventeen: My parents

. . . don't know as much as I thought they did ... At twenty-one:

My parents don't know anything compared to me—they just

don't understand the younger generation ... At twenty-five: My
parents knew much more than I thought they did ... At fifty:

My parents were always right . . . Everything they did was for

my benefit."

With parental indifference and coddling of the young Bar
Mitzvah boys today . . . away from Synagogue, away from Tor-
ah, away from everything Jewish in deed as well as name . . .

what an 'illiterate stew' will be cooked together, culminating in

pitifully profound ignorance within a decade. God forbid! May
this not occur, as they would become spiritual parasites and ho-

boes in their escapade away from the traditional codes of Juda-

ism.

I always enjoy reading within my Siddur Prayer book one of

he most beautifully expressed "Bar Mitzvah charges," which is a

masterpiece in wisdom and philosophy. It was written by Nah-
manides to his son, and is called, "Hear, My Son!" I would rec-

ommend that it be memorized by every Bar Mitzvah boy today,

as it will be indelibly imprinted within the hearts of the young
gentlemen.

It reads as follows, as I translate from its original Hebrew:
"Hear, my son, the instruction of thy father, and forsake not the

teachings of thy mother! Accustom thyself to speak gently to

all people, at all times. Thus wilt thou be saved from anger, the

evil cause of sin.

ABOUT JEWISH WIVES
In the past weeks I have writ-

ten several pieces here about the

grandeur of Jewish husbands.

Not that we're all that grand. If

you asked my own wife she

might tell you, "Well, a husband

isn't always that way. I know."

It all started with a letter that

came to me from a Gentile lady

who was celebrating the nobility

of her late Jewish husband. From
her account of him, he looked

like someone special among Jew-

ish husbands. On his account, I

thought of setting up in this col-

umn a gallery of exceptional Jew-

ish husbands and invited Jewish

wives to send portraits of their

husbands. There were several re-

sponses which pictured great

good husbands.

But now ... I have a letter

from Philadelphia that is asking,

What about Jewish wives? and

it's a lady who's asking it . . .

Ruth Brynes by name. To the

editor of the Philadelphia Jewish

Exponent she is saying: "In his

recent column, Alfred Segal says

Jewish women live to a ripe old

age and that may be because

their husbands are good to them.

He says there are more Jewish

men passing between the ages of

50 and 65 than there are non-

Jewish. He says many are pro-

viding a life of ease and comfort

and peace for their wives. And
with all this I agree."

I hesitate to go on farther in

this report of Ruth Brynes' let-

ter. What will my own wife say

about it? Time and time again

she finds fault in things I write

and, sure enough, she won't like

this about Jewish wives. Yes, in

the Jewish papers there's always

only pleasant writing about Jew-

ish wives . . . the way they do

things for Hadassah and Israel

Bonds, in their work as auxili-

aries for the Jewish hospitals, in

the Council of Jewish Women, all

that.

Here's something else again as

Ruth Brynes tells it. She is say-

ing: "Oh, vanity of vanities, it

has taken possession of our Jew-

ish wives. Let us take stock of

the Jewish wife of today. Her de-

mands are insatiable. A whole

new pattern of living has been

created by her. It goes something

like this : From a row house to a

semi-detached, to a single, to a

ranch, to a split-level and then to

a plush apartment in town. From
rugs to wall-to-wall carpeting,

from basements to finished and
completely equipped recreation

rooms. From one car to two or

sometimes three, from Atlantic

City to Florida and Grossinger's

;

organizations with their lunch-

eons and matinees ; fur coats,

jewels, etc., etc. Who provides

for all these? The husband!"

(This timid husband Segal

hesitates to go on from here.

What will his wife say for his

having all this put in print? In

advance of her speaking up to

him, he says to her, "But, Rose,

mind you, I'm just a reporter

who, in all fairness, must report

whatever is brought to him. As
faithful reporter, I just can't

brush Ruth Brynes off.')

Yes, Ruth Brynes goes on . . .

"There is a relentless list of de-

mands made on the Jewish hus-

band. Aside from having to pro-

vide for the above, plus college

educations and innumerable oth-

er things, he is expected not to

take a day off. Comes Sunday . .

and how many Jewish wives cook

on Sunday? Instead of permit-

ting her husband a day to do as

he pleases, to eat at home, in

leisure, to take a nap, she tells

him Sunday is 'her' day off. She

herself always manages a day
away from home during the

week. That doesn't count; in-

stead, on Sunday, her husband
has to dress, stand in a long line

at a restaurant, take the family

for a drive, or visit someone

whom he might live better with-

out. What goes?"

("Oh, Rose," this Segal says to

his own wife, "please notice it

isn't me that's saying this. As

you well know, I humbly take

whatever is wished on me on

Sundays; I just go along wher-

ever I'm directed. And not only

on Sundays do I take it, but also

on all other days. That's me all

over, always ... a willing guy

with never a protest. As I have

already said, I'm just reporting

on Ruth Brynes.")

Now Ruth continues: "Wom-
en, if you want to keep your hus-

bands and, believe me, you will

find no one else to replace him,

then stop . . . stop 'needing the

unnecessary.' Learn to live quiet-

ly, stop outdoing your neighbor,

stop being so material and search

your souls and admit you ARE
aware of true values. Cast aside

the vanity that goads you on;

plan a life that will give you both

peace of mind and a joy to one

another."

(After having read this so far,

my wife, stirred up to angry

mood, maybe saying, "You sure

must be hard up for a column to

be giving all this publicity to

what this Ruth Brynes thinks.")

But Ruth Brynes answers this

gently enough : "If I have anger-

ed any woman, try to remember,

'Be not hasty in thy spirit to be

angry.' Let us all, Jewish wives,

take stock of our behavior, let us

face these death statistics (she

means the figures that show

wives far outliving husbands)

and learn where we may be re-

sponsible. Let us set up new and

true values and make sure of

what we 'need.' Let us help our

husbands to a better and longer

life, since they are helping us.

Sholem Asch
We will in all probability have 10 wait until history gives us a

better retrospective before adequately assaying the proper place-

in Jewish life, of Sholem Asch, gifted and widely-read author,

who died in London on July 10th.

To say that Asch was a controvessial figure would be the

understatement of the year. He professed being intensly Jewish,
despite the fact that his writings, for the most part, indicated a

keen sympathy for Christian view-points.

Asch became a naturalized United States citizen in 1920 but
settled in Israel last year. A native of Poland, he wrote in Yid-

dish. He came to the United States in 1910, where he gained

tame with his novels which were translated into many tongues.

Some American Jews criticized Asch, saying his views toward

Jesus Christ and other New Testament personalities went be-

yond the religious concept held by most Jews.

But Asch himself once told an interviewer: "My attitude

toward Jesus was that I felt he was part of us. Everything I have
done I feel I have done for the comfort of the Jewish people. I

consider myself a very good Jew."

One of his best known novels was ' Three Cities," dealing

with the Russiar revolution, but there were many others in-

cluding "The Song of the Valley," "The Nazarene," "The
Apostle" and "Children of Abraham." Asch left America to

make his home in London in 1953. He was quoted as saying at

the time: "I am returning to England with a broken heart; in-

tolerance among my own race has been 100 much of a handicap
for me to work."

A fervent Zionist, his imagination was captured by the state

building experiment in Israel and after he settled there, he an-

nounced plans to write a book about its younger generation. It

is not yet known whether he ever achieved his ambition in this

direction.

Sanctuary for HiSdy
Unless the United States Supreme Court should disturb the

status quo and reverse the recent ruling of Circuit Court Judge-

John W. Prunty, of Florida, it would appear that Hildy McCoy
will soon be the legally adopted daughter of Mr. and Mrs.

Melvin Ellis.

This case, packed with pathos and drama, and the receipient

of world-wide attention, reached its climax with Judge Prunty s

pronouncement that the Ellis', former residents of Brookline.

Massachussets at the time they took custody of the then 10 day
old Hildy (now 6), were "lit and proper persons to adopt her."

It will be recalled that the Ellises' were refused the right to

adopt the child by the State of Massachussets, when the mother.

Mrs. Marjorie McCoy Doherty, a Catholic, and unwed at the

time of the child's birth, insisted that the little one be brought
up in her mother's faith. Rather than comply with court orders

to surrender Hildy to Massachusetts welfare authorities, Ellis

gave up his business in Brookline, and fled to Florida. A kid-

naping indictment was returned against the Ellises but Flori-

da's Cow Leroy Collins refused to send them back to face it.

Judge Prunty said Hildy s best interests will be served by

her adoption by the Ellises. "In making the decision." the judge

said, "the primary concern of this court is the present and future

welfare and happiness of the minor. The court is not unmind-
ful of the claim of Mrs. Doherty. nor is the sincerity of her ef-

forts questioned, nor her anxiety lor the spiritual welfare ol the

minor.

"It is. however, abundantly clear to this court that the wel-

fare of the minor is a greater factor than Mrs. Doherty's claim."

We are proud of a jurist who is willing to put a child's wel-

fare above legal technicalities. We are sure that justice is being

served in this case.

The Role of Jewish Women
Mindful of the many evidences of activity of the Jewish

women in North Carolina, given at the last convention of the

North Carolina Association of Jewish Women, we have felt the

urge to take issue with the contention by Samuel A. Goldsmith,

executive vice president of the Jewish Federation of Chicago,

that Jewish women should educate themselves about their Jew-
ish communities and become more active in communal life.

It is not clear from the press reports on Mr. Goldsmith's

speech whether he had any comparisons in mind. This, of

course, is the essence of any such indictment. Did Mr. Gold-

smith mean to compare the record of communal activity of

Jewish women against that of their masculine conterparts? By
such a test, the women would win hands down. It is surely no
secret in Jewish life that, cause for cause, the women's groups

outmatch the men's organizations in membership, projects,

fund-raising and enthusiasm.

The argument about more effective participation in general

community service, if we read Mr. Goldsmith correctly, also

seems of doubtful accuracy. Our broad land is dotted with both

mixed and purely women's groups in which Jewish women have
leading and distinctive roles. It is also worth nothing—and Mr.
Goldsmith probably knows it— that the degree to which Jewish
women lag behind men in community service, Jewish and other-

wise, is probably due to the common male resistance, Jewish
and otherwise, to feminine penetration of areas once largely

preempted by men.

Mr. Goldsmith personally may be completely innocent o!

this sin of masculine opposition to the exercise of a woman's
natural talent for useful contributions to society. But he is a

distingusihed member of the sex which has been guilty of that

sin—and which is by no means completely innocent of it today.

If his speech, therefore, represents to any degree an implicit

confession of past transgressions and a commitment to make
total amends on behall of the male of the species, then it will

be welcome news to all—men and women alike—who agree with

Mr. Goldsmith that Jewish women "have a role to play in seek-

ing solutions to society's social problems."

I have in hand a letter that's

all about Buba.

"Dear Zada." begins the letter

that Harold Gerecht of the U. S.

Naval Reserve, far out at sea

somewhere, had written to his

grandfather. "The most pleasant

memory I have is of the most

Kind, the most wonderful, the

most understanding person I

have ever known—'Buba.'
*'

I guess Harold Gerecht is one

of the few younger ones left who
cherish the poetry that's in

"Buba" and also in "Zada," you

might say. Harold Gerecht's

Buba had died and Harold was
writing in deep sorrow to his

Zada.

"For always and a day," his

^tter said, "I shall cherish these

memories . . . the warmness and

the happiness that Buba always

instilled in those people who ad-

mired and respected her, and

loved her as they did."

Well, now, as grandpa myself,

I may wonder whether I and

others in my ancestral status are

cherished by their grandchildren

in the almost divine sense of the

terms "Zada" and "Buba." Oh,

those kids grow up so quick and

become teenagers in no time.

Grandpa and grandma love to re-

member earlier times when those

grandchildren let themselves be

hugged and kissed by their

grandparents . . . But n o w!

They'd rather be with their girl-

friends and boy-friends . . . here

comes that boy to take the grand-

daughter out on a date: Zada

Segal feels regretful at those

kids growing up so fast, and

away; jealous to see those

granddaughters going out with

boy-friends, instead of with him,

as they used to do long ago when
he pushed them in baby buggies.

But please excuse these senti-

mental meditations. Rather, let's

go on with Harold Gerecht's let-

ter to his Zada about Buba . . .

"I am deeply saddened to know
that Buba is not with us any

more, Zada, and yet I know that

Ruba is still with those she loved

well and those that loved her

more than words could ever hope

to tell ; for, you see, her /est for

love, peace, success, health and

people created an atmosphere

that will never be destroyed or

forgotten.

"As a child and even as a

growing man, I can still distinct-

ly recall Buba bidding to one and

all in these words that were in-

deed characteristic of her pro-

found and most benign attitude

to the human race as a whole,

'Go, in good health, come in good

health.'

"Of all the little and big people

that God at some time or other

chooses should go, Buba un-

doubtedly was the biggest and

best . . . Buba gave more in a few

years than most give in a life-

time. Buba's generosity and

kindness are those only of a very

few select. She was indeed one

of those select few.

"Zada, I should like to give

you what little comfort I am
able. I do hope this letter will

have comforting value. Remem-
ber Buba rests in peace, for God
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is with her, Zada . . . With much

love and solace, Harold."

This copy of Harold's letter

was sent me by his mother, Mrs.

David Gerecht, of 5434 Paseo,

Kansas City, Missouri, who reads

this column in the Kansas City

Jewish Chronicle. She was say-

ing: "When my beloved mother-

in-law passed away a short time

ago, the hurt was lessened to a

degree by this letter. I could feel

she didn't live or die in vain . . .

All of us were so touched by it, I

felt the public would feel the

same. Published, I think it would

serve as a great tribute to all

grandparents."

Well, such a letter from grand-

son to Zada about Buba does

gratify even this Zada Segal who
really isn't titled that way by

his own grandchildren. To them
he's just gramps, and that isn't

like carrying the divine attri-

butes that are in Zada.

But that's all right enough

with this grandpa, who is I. It's

not in being thought of as some-

thing divine by the grandchil-

dren, but rather in what way
they will think of themselves

when they grow up.

That is to say, what will they

think of themselves as Jewish

members of the human race, and
their moral, spiritual and social

duties as such. You see, I'm not

one who believes a Jew is fulfill-

ed as one who is just ritually

Jewish ... is regular in the syn-

agogue and won't let his wife

mix dishes . . . and all that.

This Zada Segal wants his

grandchildren to grow up to be

Jews who know their Judaism to

be a righteous way of life out in

ihe world, in accordance with
the teachings that are of Torah
and prophets.

I like to think of them when
they've grown old enough . . .

T'll probably be long gone by then

. . . behaving righteously as Jews
are expected to, in the broad life

of the whole community in which
they belong . . . giving to the

general good all the righteous-
ness that is of Jewish teaching

. caring about their neighbors
. . . speaking up for justice and
loving -kindness.

Yes, if they behave that way,

my grandchildren will be Jews
enough, even though they may
not be much versed in Jewish

lore, except for Sinai and the

Ten Commandments, and the

teaching to righteousness that is

of our prophets.

Arnold Jacoby and his good wife, residents of Florida, had their first ex-

perience with Wildacres at the B'nai B'riih Institute there last August. Here

are his impressions. The Editor.

When we participate in a won-
derful event we thank God for

such privilege.

Such an experience was ours

when Mrs. Jacoby and I set foot

on the blessed soil of Wildacres

in Little Switzerland, North
Carolina, on August 5, 1956. We
looked at each other and recited

the time-honored SHEHECHY-
ONAH.

This was the year and this

was the place we had yearned
for ever since 1948 when B'nai

B'rith announced the formation
of its ADULT INSTITUTE OF
JUDAISM. We had been anxious

to participate in its work.

What is this B'nai B'rith In-

stitute of Judaism ?

What and where is Wildacres ?

In 1948 District Grand Lodge
of B'nai B'rith No. 5, embracing
all of the Atlantic states south
of Maryland, under the inspired

leadership of Rabbi Harold Weis-
berg of Washington, D. C, and
the chairmanship of Maurice A.
Weinstein of Charlotte, decided

upon a unique adventure.

In the ancient seats of Jewish
learning the teachers and schol-

ars were as one. The scholars of

Hillel and Shammai literally sat

at the feet of their teachers,

studied with them, discussed

with them, walked with them
through the intricate paths of

the Talmud, and what is most
important, received their inspi-

ration from their teachers and
in turn inspired their teachers.

Why not provide an ideal ed-

ucational program, 'mid ideal

settings for adult members of

B'nai B'rith ?

The Essentials

(a) A quiet spot where one
could commune with na-

ture, man, and God.

(b) Provided food and lodging

at reasonable rates.

(c) Get outstanding Jewish

scholars to conduct the

educational sessions in

the true Biblical manner,

"when sitting in thy

house, when walking by

the way, when lying down
and when rising up."

Through the princely generos-

ity of God-intoxicated I. D. Blu-

menthal and his wife Madolyn a

retreat they owned, on the very

top of a mountain 3,300 feet

high in the Blue Ridge Moun-
tains, was made available.

Now the third and most im-

portant essential, a faculty with

an understanding heart and
mind. Such indeed we had. But
of that anon.

Long before the official ses-

sions for August 5, 6, 7, 8, and

9 were announced, we made our

reservations.

We arrived in Charlotte on

July 30, 1956, and found that

Mr. Ellis Berlin, the registrar,

and Dr. David S. Citron, chair-

man of the committee in charge,

had made reservations for us in

the Charlotte Hotel. Thereafter

they and Maurice A. Weinstein,

Esq., the chairman of the world-

wide B'nai B'rith Adult Jewish

Education Committee, saw to it

that we got typical Southern and
Jewish hospitality.

We spent a few pleasant days

in Charlotte, where we learned

that Mr. I. D. Blumenthal was
also the father of the "Syna-

gogue on Wheels."

Toward noon of August 5th

Ellis Berlin took us in his iron

steed to Wildacres. It was sizzl-

ing hot when we started. We
passed a number of communities

made prosperous by the textile

industry and finally reached Lit-

tle Switzerland, where we began

to climb a snaky road, higher,

ever higher until the cool breezes

of Wildacres greeted us. There

we found our clean, cheerful

room. We registered and found

friendly neighbors everywhere

—fifty-three fellow sons and
daughters of the Covenant. We
broke bread in the traditional

manner, ate a homey meal and
met our hosts, Mr. and Mrs. Blu-

menthal. We then repaired to

the Evening Service (Maariv)

and at 8:30 p. m. we assembled

to gather pearls of wisdom from
Rabbi Bernard J. Bamberger,
who was to expound "The Bible

—a Modern Jewish Approach."

Dr. Bamberger is rabbi of

West End Synagogue in New
York City. He received his A.

B. degree summa cum laude

from Johns Hopkins; his Rab-
binical degree from the Hebrew
Union College in 1926, and the

honorary degree of Doctor of

Hebrew Letters in June, 1950.

He is author of "Proselytism in

the Talmudic Era," "Fallen An-
gels." contributing editor of the

Universal Jewish Encyclopedia.

But fear not his erudition. Dean
of our faculty, he possessed a

charming manner that would not

let us glide into darker musings.

We greeted each other as old

friends and knew right then and
there that our intimate contact

with Rabbi and Mrs. Bamberger
would make our life more mean-
ingful and happier. The Bible as

expounded by him became a liv-

ing Book of Life.

Tired in body, we did not join

the younger set who later gath-

ered in the Social Hall where the

Blumenthals treated the singers

and dancers to a snack. These

evening songs became a nightly

welcome habit so that we, who
have passed three-score and ten.

became rejuvenated.

Leading in this Oneg Wild-

acres was Rabbi Norman E.

Frimer, the life of our party,

ever ready with a Chassidic

song; ever ready for a friendly

argument with Dr. Bamberger
and Dr. Ellis Rivkin, who was
the third of our Chaverim. For
he it known that Rabbi Frimer
is a pious orthodox Jew; he is

director of B'nai B'rith Hillel

Foundation at Brooklyn College

and Regional Director for the

New York Metropolitan area. He
was Hillel director of the College

of the City of New York (my
alma mater B. K. 1903). He ex-

udes enthusiasm and knowledge
of Talmud lore. He prepared for

us a formidable - looking text

study of Halacha and Hagadah
(Rules of Conduct and Tales or

Legends of Religious and Na-
tional Life)

.

Rabbi Frimer, in three lec-

tures, attempted to give us a

survey of the Mishnah, Gemora,
and of scholars of the Middle and
Modern ages. Wr

e shall remem-
ber Dr. Frimer as an ideal Chas-
sed.

The third of our Melamdim
was the ever youthful, ever ebul-

lient Dr. Ellis Rivkin, another

summa cum laude scholar from
Johns Hopkins University. He is

Professor of History at the He-
brew Union College, and fortu-

nate indeed are the students who
sit at his feet as we did.

His subject: "Judaism and
Christianity." I got writers'

cramps taking notes while try-

ing to follow his rapid and thor-

ough exposition of the rise of
