What the High Holidays
Should Do For You

Guest Editorial by SIMCHA KLING, Rabbi
Beth David Synagogue, Greensboro, N. C.

Rosh Hashonah and Yom Kippiir are the two religious holy
days in the Jewish calendar which have no specific national or
historical connotations. These days are purely spiritual. They
are geared to the individual who is in the midst of his brethren.
They are intended to make men think seriously about the basic
problems of life, about the goals of life, and about how far they
have come on the road leading to those goals. They are expected
to move men and women to examine themselves, to probe deep
within their souls, and to emerge with a realization that they
are to live as creatures who are just a little lower than divine.
In the process of introspection and self-examination, it is im-
possible not to uncover the wrongs one has done, the sins one
has committed.

The problem, then, is what to do. Judaism does not seek
to make men feel constant guilt. It does not want men to feel so
lowly that they will make no effort to raise themselves out of
the mire. It provides a way out: repentence. This word is often
misunderstood because it is used differently in other religions.
In Judaism, however, it connotes a sincere regret for the wrongs
done and a determination not to repeat them. The Hebrew
term teshuva means to return, to go back to the point where one
went astray and to start over again. Because true repentence is
so necessary to live as truly human beings, the High Holy Days
emphasize it. Indeed, the period beginning with Rosh Hashon-
ah aiid ending with Yom Kippur are called aseret yemay tesh-
uva, the ten days of penitence." Understanding properly what
15 meant by "penitence," we can see why these days can well be a
focal point in chartering a way of life that leads to fulfillment
and to holiness.

As we observe these most sacred days, we must determine
whether we shall simply go through empty, mechanical rites or
whether we shall indeed permit them to affect us and to move
us If we utter our prayers sincerely and examine our souls care-
fully, we shall begin a year that can bring us many spiritual
blessings and can give meaning to our lives. God grant that we
open our hearts and our minds and permit Rosh Hashonah andYom Kippur to be what they ought to be: the start of a finer
more significant and more Godly life.

A Most Worthy Project
A home for North Carolina's older Jewish citizens is no

longer an empty dream. Because of rapid work by interested
men and women of the state, there is in hand today a nucleus of
wenty thousand dollars in cash and pledges toward the pur-
hase of a site and erection of a home.

The total cost of a modern fireproof structure, ail on one
floor, with adequate public rooms, a chapel, infirmary, and
private suites, will approximate $250,000. Such a home, plan-
ned somewhat on the style of a motor court, with attractively
developed grounds, can give a comfortable year-round home
to twenty-five or thirty men and women.

As senior citizens, elderly people are often out of place in
tlie homes of their children. Even though independent, they
should not be left to live alone. Their interests do not corres-
pond to the interests of a younger generation, and they do not
wish to be regarded as objects of charity.

Other states and larger cities have worked on this problem
for years. Places visited in Richmond, Atlanta, Florida, and
elsewhere have been studied with a view to North Carolina's
needs. In dignity and independence, men and women who have
accumulated sufficient income can live in peace and happiness
with their contemporaries. Persons unable to meet the cost of
living in such a home would receive supplemental support from
local communities or organizations. All would fare and share
alike.

The North Carolina Association of Jewish Women, or-
ganized in 1921, has undertaken many noteworthy projects,
alone or in conjunction Avith the Men's Association the
Sophia Einstein Student Loan Fund, the Hillel Foundation,
placement of Jewish books in college libraries, institutes for
young people and for religious school teachers. This latest proj-
ect, launched in 1954, is in line with the Association's policy of
studying the needs of Jews in North Carolina, and working out
solutions to problems that arise from time to time.

Mrs. I. D. Blumenthal, who succeeded Mrs. Irving Margo-
lis in the presidency of the N. C. Association of Jewish Women,
has stepped up the tempo of the campaign considerably, and has
set the fortieth anniversary of the organization, 1961, as a target
date for the dedication of the N. C. Home for the Jewish Aged.

The name of the home is not yet definite; suggestions are
invited. The site has not been selected; gifts of suitable tracts
might be forthcoming. The location of such a home should be
in the central part of the state, adjacent to a well-developed
Jewish community, and convenient to medical and hospital fa-

cilities.

An initial gifts solicitation of one thousand dollars from
each of a few hundred Jewish men and women is being under-
taken. Ten of these pledge cards have already been signed and
returned. Larger gifts are also welcome, but small gifts mount
up surprisingly fast.

North Carolina has shown a social consciousness far ahead
of many states of similar size and population. The erection of
a Jewish Home for the Aged will be a forward step in protect-
ing the future happiness and physical welfare of some of the
rnen and women who have contributed richly to North Caro-
lina life and to the growth and development of Judaism. It

should touch the heartstrings and the pocketbooks of all of the
Jews of the state.

Chuck Meets Rosh Hashonah

Last Rosh Hashonah my
friend Chuck, a fellow newsmen

on the daily paper for which I

write, invited himself to be my
guest at the service in the syna-

gogue.

Sure, Chuck, come along, I

said. Chuck's a guy not only

with deep reverential respect for

other religions than his own
(he's Catholic) but he's also one

with a sharp nose for news.

Chuck's newsy nose desired to

stick itself into one of the ways

of Jewish religion . . . that is

to say, to learn how Jews go

about their own New Year by

contrast with the way New Year

of January 1 is observed.

Chuck had felt horribly dis-

tressed by happenings around

town on the January 1 of that

year. A guy had shot another in

a drunken brawl in the early

morning of that day. Chuck him-

self had just retired at about

midnight when he was awakened
by a terrific crash on the street

just in front of his house. He
dressed hurriedly, ran into the

street and found an automobile

turned over on its top. Inside, the

driver lay crumpled, dead. The
automobile had travelled drunk-

enly out of its lane and had met a

bus head-on, as Chuck found out

from witnesses he interviewed.

That wasn't all of that New
Year's ti'agic events. Next day's

newspapers reported hundreds

killed on highways on New Year,

to say nothing about drunken
fights among crowds in hotels.

In journalistic meditation

Chuck told me something sure

should be done to make the eve

of January 1 safer . . . "How sil-

ly," he said, "that people start

off a New Year in these ways.

Why can't the eve of January 1

be given some moral and spirit-

ual significance, even though we
continue to hold on to it joyous-

ly-"

"Chuck," I replied, "maybe it

would be of some good for people

to be told how the Jews observe

their New Year in September."

That still in mind, Chuck ask-

ed me to take him along to our

temple on Rosh Hashonah of the

same year.

I handed Chuck our Union

Prayer book as we seated our-

selves. He read the first lines of

the morning service for Rosh
Hashonah: "Raise the voice of

joy unto the Lord, all ye lands.

Serve the Lord with gladness;

come before His presence with

singing . . . For the Lord is good,

His mercy is everlasting and His

truth endureth to all genera-

tions."

"That's it," Chuck whispered

"That's the way to start off a

new year right. It gives a big

idea for starting January 1."

The temple was crowded . . .

every seat taken . . . "This

crowd," he said, "is bigger even

than any you might see in one

of the hotels on the eve of Janu-

ary . . . and all very sober . • .

all speaking to God ... all think-

ing how to make the best of your

New Year."

(I wouldn't have you get the

idea that Chuck is a fellow who
doesn't know his way around in

the wilder life of the world. 1

have found him congenial com-

pany at our favorite bar where

he drinks old fashioneds. But
Chuck knows well the better

ways of living; though he has

been one of the best of our news-

men, he counts his main success

in the fact that he has brought

up a good son who is studying

for the Catholic clergy.)

The Rosh Hashonah service

continued. The rabbi was reading

to God : "Gather all Thy Children

around Thy banner of truth that

Thy Name may be hallowed

through us in all the world and
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the entire human family may be

blessed with truth and peace."

"You people have the right

idea of what a New Year means,"

Chuck was whispering to me.

That's it! You think of your New
Year as a time to renew dedica-

tions to peace and justice."

Then came the time for the

shofar-blowing. In our temple

the shofar is blown by Gordon

Weil and its summoning voice is

echoed by trumpets in the choir

loft . . . inspiring melody that

makes us all feel like dancing

with angels. The rabbi was read-

ing: "The stirring sound of the

Shofar proclaimed the covenant

of Mount Sinai which bound

Israel to God as a kingdom of

priests and a holy people . . .

Happy is the people that know
the joyful sound; they walk, O
Lord, in the light of ITiy counte-

nance."

Chuck himself sat there en-

thralled, held himself to reveren-

tial silence until after the service

when we were walking out into

the street . . . "You know," he

said, "when the music of the

Shofar was sounding, playing to

God, I couldn't help thinking of

the rock-n'-roll with which the

New Year of January 1 is greet-

ed at the drunken parties."

I had heard Chuck's voice join-

ing with the rabbi's in one of the

final prayers of that Rosh Has-

honah morning : "Hear Thou the

David Ben Gurion and Herbert A. Friedman

To visit Israel these days is to

visit a country which is both set-

tled and unsettled, firm as a

rock and in a state of flux, built

and in the building, confident

and beset by serious problems

and challenges.

This may sound paradoxical,

but it is also true. Israel, in its

tenth year of life, is beginning

to grow up. There is an atmos-

phere of maturity among people

and State. The projects started

in the first hectic years now have

an air of solidity. The villages

in the Jerusalem Corridor and

the Northern Negev are blossom-

ing and green. The immigrants

who formed these settlements

some years back are rooted in

the soil now and have the self-

assurance of people who know
and love what they are doing. In

the cities it is hard to tell the

difference between a Jew who
escaped from Hitlerism 20 years

ago and a Jew who escaped from
communism three or four years

ago—both are at home and at

work.

Whole areas of the country
look prosperous and, if I may
use an American term, lived-in.

I could give dozens of examples
of the growing sense of matur-
ity. Government offices no long-

er seem wildly improvisd. Ser-

vices, from telephone to railway,

are much more efficient than a
couple of years ago. Food is plen-

tiful . . . Israel is producing to-

day, thanks to the new villages

and to increasing per-man prod-
uctivity in agriculture, 100 per
cent of her requirements in vege-
tables, fruit, and eggs, 80 per

cent of her cotton needs, 55 per

cent of the fish consumed.

This is a great story, but it is

only part of the whole story of

Israel in 1957. The rest of the

story can be summed up in two
words . . . mass immigration.

Once again tens of thousands of

Jews are pouring into Israel, and
once again this means tremen-

dous pressures, great problems,

fierce strains on the «:onomy
and the social fabric.

Thus, one side of the coin in-

cludes completed cities, flourish-

ing farm villages, factories

which have reached new peaks

of efficiency. The other side of

the coin includes raw new towns
set down in desert areas, farm
settlements in the first stage of

life, thousands of new homes,

and many thousands of people

wearing bewildered expressions

on their faces and stumbling

along with a few words of He-
brew.

Turn on the radio to hear the

news in Israel and you are likely

to hear announcements like

these: "Five hundred immi-
grants arrived in Haifa from
Naples today . . . Two hundred
and forty-two immigrants reach-

ed Haifa Port from Athens this

morning and by nightfall were
in their permanent homes . . .

Forty Youth Aliyah children ar-

rived at Lydda Airport . . ." The
immigration continues at a big

and steady rate.

Who are these immigrants?
In recent months one quarter

have come from North Africa,

almost a fifth from Egypt, and
something over one-half from

Europe . . . from areas which

have been untapped for almost

a decade.

It goes without saying that

these newcomers present chal-

lenges and problems. But they

are also a potential source of

real strength. The vast majority

are healthy, able, eager to work.

Among them, for the first time

in years, there are men and wo-

men with skills, with academic

training. There are doctors, en-

gineers, t e a c h e r,s, lawyers

nurses, accountants, physicists,

actors, publicists, chemists,

agronomists, and a wide variety

of other skilled personnel.

Israel needs them and Israel

can put them to work. But only

if they know the language. A
factory manager cannot run an
Israeli workshop unless he can

make himself understood to the

workmen. A teacher cannot in-

struct except in Hebrew. This is

self-evident. The Israelis have

taken on this problem of large-

scale adult education and they

have solved it, brilliantly.

You will recall that during

World War II our own armed
services established special
schools where Japanese, Chinese,

Russian, and other difficult lan-

guages were taught in a matter

of months. Israel has done the

same, to help win the absorption

struggle. The Government and
the Jewish Agency, working in

partnership in this field as in

many others, have established

Ulpanim, all-day schools where
Hebrew can be learned in five to

six months. At the beginning of

1957 there were 19 Ulpanim in

Israel with an adult student body
of 1,000. Since then the number
has soared to well over 50, and
the number of students to more
than 5,000. Ail of the students

are new immigrants.

People sitting on the green

grass intently reading Hebrew
papers, walking together along

shady paths and trying out He-
brew phrases on one another,

separated from the bustle of the

city so that the mind can con-

centrate on this first step of ab-

sorption . . . this, plus intensive

classroom study under gifted and
dedicated instructors, is the typi-

cal Ulpan.

Besides the professionals,

about sixty per cent of today's

immigrants are going to what
Israel calls "development areas."

More accurately, one might call

them development towns, or pio-

neering towns, for by this term
the Israelis mean new towns in

sparsely populated regions which

are now being settled. TTiese

towns are planned as centers of

industry based on the agricul-

tural or mineral wealth of the

particular area and as service

centers for the surrounding

farm villages.

That's the plan. It's all down
in black and white, carefully

worked out, and it can be done.

Virtually empty in 1948, Beer-

sheba had 16,000 residents in

1954 and almost 26,000 at th©

end of 1956. Since then the towK
has been growing by almost

2,000 a month. The streets of

Beersheba are crowded with

people speaking a dozen different

But
the blood, rushing back, brought
a stab of resentment to his stom-

ach. It struck him palpably, like

a leather thong. He wanted to

kick and howl and tear frantic-

ally at the assailants. He want-
ed to scream aloud and strike

them dead before him, and
trample on their writhing bodies.

Rend the hulking beefy toughs,

tooth from tooth. He wanted to

plunge into them, his fists whirl-

ing, battering them to pulp, tear-

ing their skin from their bar-

baric insolent ancient faces,

eatching the thick blood smear-
ing their mucus-caked jackets.

"That's how it is, David," his

father broke into his heated

thoughts. "That's the badge of

punishment for us. Because
we're Jews. Maybe it has to be.

Maybe it is good. That's why we
have survived."

His eyes lit up with a fanatical

satisfaction, a montsrous maso-
chistic pride.

"I'd like to beat it in their

head, father."

"No, David, come, we'll be

late."

He touched David's arm. David
pulled away, taut, still ablaze.

"Leave them to the One above.

He looks after us. He has always
done so."

Odd, David reflected. If the

One above looks after them, why
does He allow these toughs to

get off free? He puzzled within

himself. Perhaps his father

knew. His father, mumbling over

the Talmud, pouring over those

antique vellum folios in the oth-

er room, night and day, Sundays
and summers, pouring and ab-

sorbing, draining the texts and
peering into and under their

cryptic meanings — surely his

father knew what it was all

about.

Tlie thought came to Mr. Bar-

shon at the same moment. Here
was David, his only son, just

growing up. How would he work
out his way among this dour sav-

age inarticulate people, sour and
hostile? Old Sodomites and xen-

ophobes, pagans and ungodly.

There was another danger, too,

that Mr. Barshon just faintly

visualized in the periphery of his

consciousness. Soon David would

be fourteen . . . fifteen . . . six-

teen. And the girls he saw on the

street would be haunting his

thoughts.

There was that straw-haired

wench he saw across the street,

laughing with her head thrown
back, her thick pigtails sweeping
her face. She had a round, fluid

body, almost womanly, although
she could not be more than fif-

teen or so. They said she was the
sister of that trollop Ann, stran-

gled to death by a frustrated

sailor. It was always like that

with the pagans. Philistines se-

ducing the young warriors . . ,

grasping them by the genitals to

melt their strength away.
Mr. Barshon flushed hot at the

thought. David would not be like

that. David would grow up into

dignity, and would escape the
desperate squalor, the futility of

this backyard city slum. He
would go to London. His wife
would have a trim servant, and
they would live in a detached
villa, with a tree and a hedge of

The High Holy Days are a

good time to seek understanding

of what Judaism means by

"holy."

The word is used very fre-

quently. Like so many words

from the religious lexicon, it has

even found its way into colloqui-

alisms.

To many people something

that is holy is something that is

separated from the phenomena
of normal living. A holy object

must be treated with special ven-

eration. It must be kept in a par-

ticular place. It must be handled

gingerly. It must be displayed

only on solemn occasions. It is

somehow detached from our reg-

ular, day-to-day experiences.

So it is with the High Holy

Days. They are a period apart

from the rest of the year, in the

opinion of many. They represent

a peak in the year. We ascend

and then descend. During this

season we deviate from our nor-

mal habitat, worshiping at

length, and in general wrench-
ing ourselves loose from our con-

ventional regimen.

This extraordinary posture of

what we think is piety is in keep-

ing with a popular conception of

what holiness implies.

It would be well, therefore, for

us to use this period of contem-
plation to discover, once and for

all, that the idea of holiness out-

lined above is not a Jewish one.

In Judaism holiness is not
measured by the degree to which
you remove yourself from life.

It is determined by what you do

in the very thick of your daily

life.

In Judiasm sacred vessels are

treated with respect, but not

with awe. TTiey are not objects

invested with magical qualities,

but they are mementoes of what
you must do every day if you are

to impart a touch of meaning-
fulness to your existence.

Jewish Torahs are well-worn,

and should be, for the Torah is

not venerated as a mystical relic

but is to serve as a guide for

your course of activities every

week. The Kiddush cup can be

touched, handled, and fingered

by all, for it has no other pur-

pose but to remind you that, in

the midst of commercial and do-

mestic transactions it is incum-
bent upon you to engender sweet-

ness if you are to live up to

God's expectations. The Shofar
is a holy object in Judaism, not

because it can produce some mir-

acle but because it is a call to

conscience, a call that you are

supposed to heed not only in the

synagogue but in the office, in

the neighborhood where you live

and in the home.

In short, Judaism holiness is

not something apart from life,

but something which is a part

of life. Judaism declares that

holiness, which can be called the

glow which comes from living in

accordance with our higher ca-

pacities, is derived from the uti-

lization of religious ideals and
the constant embodiment of the

meaning of religious symbols
and rituals into the fabric of our

normal actions and passions.

To illustrate the Jewish idea

of holiness, let us take a few ex-

amples. Money would certainly

not normally be regarded as a

sacred item; it represents utter

materialism and is a symbol of

cupidity. But when you take

some of your money and, deny-

ing yourself something you
might yearn for, donate it to a

good cause, you have achieved

an act of holiness. Indeed, then

the money itself is transformed
from something secular into

something sacred. You have
made it holy by the use you have
put it to. You have performed a

sacrifice. And if you will look

up the origin of the word, sacri-

fice, you will discover that it

means: to make sacred.

Holiness, therefore, in Juda-
ism is not a quality; it is a pro-

cess. Objects and acts are not

endowed with an independent

quality known as holiness; they
become so by the nature of their

usage.

The Pharisees, those badly
maigned architects of the Jewish
faith whom we designate as "the
rabbis," have filled the Talmud
with instances of how holiness

can be achieved.

T'hey have told us that lust,

canalized and elevated through
a decent family life, can be trans-

formed into love.

They have told us that ambi-
tion, applied not only to the grat-

ification of one's ego, but raised

to the point where one is ambi-
tious to serve others, can be lift-

ed to the point of holiness.

They have told us that the

human quest of joy can be hal-

lowed so that we can ultimately

derive as much delight from giv-

ing as we instinctually derive

from getting.

They have told us that hatred,

directed not at individuals but
at evil, can be the source of much
good.

They have told us that virtu-

ally any mundane phenomenon
can be sanctified, or hallowed,

that it is indeed the objective of

religion to transmute the ma-
terial into the moral, the home-
ly into the holy.

So in our synagogues on the

High Holy Days let us, with re-

newed insight, understand what
is expected of us if we are to

live up to the criteria of holiness

a la Judaism.

Judaism in America is being

weakened rather than strength-

ened by the "so-called" tradition-

al approach of most Orthodox
and many Conservative and Re-
form rabbis toM^ard prospective

converts to Judaism, particularly

in connection with mixed mar-
riages.

This is the opinion of a Re-
form rabbi who strongly favors

such conversions, Rabbi David
Max Eichhorn of New York, who
is chairman of the Committee on
the Unaffiliated of the Central

Conference of American Rabbis,

the first official rabbinical ef-

fort to convert American non-

Jews.

Rabbis who adhere to "me-
chanical, legalistic formulas" in

handling prospective converts in

matters of marriage, says Dr.

Eichhorn, have produced "and
will continue to produce nothing
but a miserable harvest of un-

ending unhappiness for all con-

cerned."

Practicing what he preaches,

Rabbi Eichhorn has used a

unique procedure in officiating

at mixed marriages, a procedure
which he believes conforms to

the "classical Jewish attitude"

toward such marriages.

This, attitude. Rabbi Eichhorn
argues in an article in the cur-

rent issue of the CCAR Journal,

is based on the Talmudic posi-

tion that "if a candidate wants
to become a Jew for unworthy
reasons, he is rejected. If he
seeks to strengthen the Jewish
religious fellowship and the in-

fluence of Judaism, he is ac-

cepted."

The New York rabbi describes

the "so-called "traditional atti-

tude as one based on the proposi-

tion that "the overwhelming
majority of non-Jews who want
to become Jews are moved by
unworthy motives" and that the
rabbi's duty is to dissuade the
prospective convert. The rabbi
"must seldom if ever be willing

to bestow the precious privilege

of becoming and being Jewish
upon a born non-Jew."

From this it follows that even
with prior conversion, a success-

ful mixed marriage is practically

impossible, a position which

By Milton Green
clashes with "demonstrable fact,

plain common sense and spiritual

decency and integrity."

Rabbi Eichhorn does not deny
there is a specific Talmudic
limitation involved. According to

the Talmud, if there is any sus-

picion that a Gentile wants to be
converted in order to marry a
Jewish spouse, the Gentile is not
to be accepted."

"This is a harsh principle,"

says Rabbi Eichhorn, "whose
harshness is recognized by many
rabbis, including those non-Re-
form rabbis who try to get

around the prohibition by send-

ing their candidates-to-be-con-

verted-for- reasons-of - marriage
to their local Reform colleague."

Nevertheless, this Talmudic
prohibition, though harsh in

practical application, is in Dr.

Eichhorn's opinion, "absolutely

sound and valid in theory. No
convert should ever be received

into Judaism or any other reli-

gion if there is any reasons for

doubting his sincerity."

The obligation of the rabbi in

dealing with a couple, therefore,

is to make certain there is "no
element of hypocrisy or coercion

connected with a particular con-

version."

As Rabbi Eichhorn sees it,

the positive duty of the rabbi is

to act in a way that will not
weaken but if possible strength-

en "the Jewish religious fellow-

ship" and "increase the chances
for happiness of this couple as
individuals and as establishers

of a home and family."

As matters now stand, the
rabbi usually does one of three
things, none of them without
grave shortcomings, wholly
aside from the issue of whether
he approves of mixed marriages

;

the couple seeking him out in-

tend to be married, regardless
of his attitude.

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If the rabbi insists on conver-

sion of the non-Jew before he

will marry him or her to a born-

[Jew, he is placing before the

non-Jew "the choice of conver-

sion or personal misery," Rabbi

Eichhorn believes. In rebuttal to

the popular view that any non-

Jew seeking conversion for mar-

riage is automatically insincere

and hypocritical, Rabbi Eich-

horn argues that in forcing con-

version as a condition of mar-
riage, the rabbi is using "a clear-

ly coercive tactic and is giving

the non-Jew a justifiable oppor-

tunity to play the liar and the

hypocrite."

If he marries the couple un-

conditionally, says Dr. Eichhorn,

the rabbi will have helped to

bring into existence "a family

which will have no spiritual

roots, a family whose children

will either be torn asunder emo-

Israel — Our new Reparation

trains are very nice, very com-

fortable — but somehow im-

personal. You don't get the inti-

macy and local color that you get

when you travel by bus.

For instance, one morning re-

centlyy, at 8:30, I was sitting in

a bus at the Haifa terminal, wait-

ing for it to fill up before leaving

for Tel Aviv.

As the last seats were filling

up, a bulging bundle was forcibly

thrust through an open door of

the bus, followed by a distended

suitcase wrapped round with

twine. Behind the luggage ap-

peared a big,handsome Oriental

girl. She was wearing a short,

canary colored coat. Flaring out

from under it was a floor-length

skirt of sky blue taffeta .It was
straight from an American pat-
tern book, and so shinily new
that one felt the white basting

threads must still be clinging to

it.

Only the Westerners seemed
taken aback at seeing a full-

fledged evening gown enter the

grimy bus at 8:30 in the morn-
ing. The girl herself had the air

of being self-consciously but
complacently well-dressed.

After her clambered a girl of
about 13, clad in a pale pink
taffeta evening dress like her sis-

ter's. She wore a short crimson
coat. She was followed by an old-

er Oriental woman, carrying a
baby in her arms, and pulling a
tot of about three after her.

The family, masterfully direct-

ed by the big girl, arranged
themselves on the long seat at

the back of the bus, just behind
me. The big girl plunked herself

into the vacant seat beside me.
No sooner had she settled her-

self, then she turned and gave a
command to her sister, and
they both jumped up again, and
rushed off the bus.

They came back, balancing
dripping falafal in both hands.
Falafal consists of a round of

thin Oriental bread (peetah),

opened up like a pocket and
stuffed with freshly-fried, high-
ly spiced balls of chick peas.

These are topped by cabbage sal-

ad and slices of pickled green
tomato, with dollops of assorted

sauces ladled over the whole
mixture. The sisters had brought

falafal for the entire family, in-

cluding the baby.

As the big girl settled herself

beside me again, and began to

sink her teeth into the dripping

fafalal, my heart failed me. She
had coated her's liberally with

the red chili sauce, dear to the

heart of the Oriental. The sauce

was now beginning to form in

drops at the side of the peetah.

Another gesture of her excitable

hands would splatter a shower of

red chili sauce over the expanse

of sky blue taffeta skirt, while

she lifted her head from the fala-

fal to give me a grateful smile.

Perhaps it is the stimulation
of the spice, but when you've

finished a falafal, your whole

system is pervaded by a sense of

well-being. The imposing, black-

haired girl beside me wiped her

mouth and hands on a piece of

my foolscap, then settled back
with a sigh.

"We're on our way to Beershe-

ba," she volunteered, in Hebrew
When she spoke to her family,

she used an Arabic dialect.

Beersheba was at least two
hours from Tel Aviv, so the fam-

ily had about four hours travel-

ing ahead of them. This must be
a special occasion.

"A wedding?" I asked.

"Yes," she said.

Asking personal questions is

the major indoor and outdoor
sport of Israel. I knew, there-
fore, she would take it as natural
that I shuold want to know all.

"Whose wedding is it?" I con-
tinued.

"Mine!" she said, with a laugh.
"Mazel tov!" I wished her,

with a genuine enthusiasm, for
there is nothing I like better
than a wedding. "So you're get-
ting married today!"

"Oh no," she said. "Not until
next week."

"And this lovely dress is your
wedding dress ?"

Not at all. Her wedding dress
was white satin, as a bride's
should be, and she had it tucked
away in the bulging suitcase
which that very moment was
blocking up the aisle beside us.
The dresses had been made by a
relative of the groom. Her sky
blue evening gown and her sis-

ter's pink one were merely "go-
ing to" dresses (as opposed to
the "going away" dresses of
Western tradition)

.

The practical Oriental mind
realizes that it is far more im-
portant to make an impression
on the groom's family and
friends before the wedding.
Afterwards it doesn't matter.
Her family had been in Israel

for only a year and a half, and
still lived in a maabarah (immi-
grant reception settlement) near
Haifa. The party had left the
maabarah in a trail of glory at
7 :00 that morning. The groom—
whom she had known in Moroc-
co, had been in Israel for four
years, and now had a steady job
on the Beersheba railway. His

whole family and all their mutual
friends lived in this Wild West
capital of the Negev. They would
all be at the bus station to meet
them, she told me. It would be
a great moment for both fami-
lies, she indicated, when she and
her sister stepped off the bus
so elegantly clad. The groom had
helped her to pay for it all.

"I suppose you are bringing
nadden (a dowry) ?" I asked her.

"Nadden ?" she asked in indig-

nation. "Where would I get nad-
den from? If I had the money
for nadden, would I be getting
married?"

We had a good laugh together,
then, realizing that we were both
feminists at heart, settled down
to a cozy gossip.

"Do you know what they do in

Yemen and Syria?" she asked
me. "They put the young man on
a scale, and the father of the
bride gives him his weight in

gold!"

"Ridiculous," I agreed with
her. "Do you know that in An-
glo-Saxon countries like Eng-
land, and, I believe, America,
young men also think they're
worth their weight in gold ? But
they don't mind taking paper
money, or even bonds, instead."

Pound Cake • Chocolate Pound Cake • Ginterbread

Devil's Food • Honey 'n' Spice Cake

White Cake • Fruit Cake • Yellow Cake

the tongue, inducing a splutter-

ing and stuttering in even the

most honey-spoken of men; a

wild crossing of the eyeballs;

the emission from the frozen

larynx of snortings and croak-

ings which most nearly approxi-

mate the sound of a teakettle

flipping its lid; a sense of wit-

lessness and confusion; and fin-

ally—helpless silence.

Transliterationphobia, be it

noted, is a peculiar Jewish dis-

ease, affecting men, women and
children alike. It is transmitted

not by a virus or germ but by a

paper bearing printed or mimeo-
graphed symbols. The allergy

nearly always breaks out in-

doors—in synagogues, Jewish
centers, meeting hall s—but
there have been verified cases of

occurences outdoors as well, at

rallies, camp sites and the like.

Reports of its onset are remark-
ably uniform in this respect : the

seizure begins the moment a

jolly program chairman has dis-

tributed a song sheet and cries

out, "Now, let's all sing in He-
brew." I have seen strong men
and brave women reduced to

mewling idiocy at this command.

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Valiantly they try to wrap then-

tongues about maddening non-

sense syllables spelled with Eng-

lish letters but purporting to be

Hebrew words. What comes out

is not Hebrew, not English, not

anything but gibberish. A clear

case of transliterationphobia.

Consider an example—a rela-

tively simple one—taken letter-

for-letter from a songbook dis-

tributed by a great Jewish or-

ganization : "Tzeys-chem lisho-

lom malachay ha-shalom—mal-

achay elyon—Mi melech malchey

ham'lawcheem—Hakawdosh bo-

ruch hu." The familiar melody

aside, how does an English-train-

ed eye react to that very first

word ? It blinks. And the English

trained tongue? It balks. In the

several ensuing seconds of utter

confusion, the piano and the

song leader have wended on their

merry way, leaving the troubled

eye and faltering tongue to catch

up if they can. Forsaken too of-

ten, the eye and the tongue shut

up. Transliterationphobia.

Now this is not, I confess, a

dispassionate account of the ma-
lady. An acute sufferer, I admit

to a loathing of transliterations,

not only because they are dis-

honest. They pretend to be He-

brew, but manifestly they are

not. They foster the illusion of

Hebrew-comprehension, which is

arrant rubbish—transliterations

are not translations. TTien, too,

they are imprecise and inaccu-

rate. The Festival of Lights, for

example, is variously spelled

—

and variously pronounced—Han-
nukah, Chanukah, Chanuko. Is

it Shevuot, Shabuot, Shevuos?

But beyond all these reasons,

transliterationphobias are an ab-

omination because they are a

deterrent to the study of He-
brew. Those Jews who get along

without gagging on the simpli-

fied pap of transliterations con-

tend—with some justice—that

they need not bother to learn He-
brew. Here it is ersatz, adulte-

rated and distorted, but pidgin-

Hebrew, alas.

What I find particularly la-

mentable is that our synagogues,

educators and organizations ap-

pear to tolerate and even to pro-

pagate the practice. Who makes
the transliterations? Who circu-

lates them? Who cries out,

"Let's sing in Hebrew?" and
then hands out mumbo-jumbo
that could be read upside down
or backwards, for all its intrin-

sic meaning? Where do we find

the transliterated prayers and
the special printed cards con-

taining the transliterated kad-

dish for mourners?

Now, the obvious reply of our
educators et al, would be: "It's

better than nothing. (Like the

character in Sholem Aleichem
who, being twitted about his

habit of wearing eyeglass frames
without lenses, replied, "Well,

it's better than nothing". If we
don't give our people translit-

erations, they can't join in our

activities." To this unworthy ad-

mission I move (and do I hear

any seconds?), "Fine. Until

Jews can learn to read their own
language in the original, let

there be quiet." In reality, the

stillness would hardly be abso-

lute : we would hear a great chir-

ruping of accurate syllables from
the youngsters of the Hebrew
schools, from the boys and girls

who are learning Hebrew in their

high schools, from the senior

generation, of course, and from
the handful of the middle gene-

ration who have gone back to

Hebrew in their adult years. In

time, I venture, the silenced par-

ents of the school children would
lift their heads from the tyranny
of transliterations and learn He-
brew—in self-defense.

That others share my phobia

is apparent in isolated Jewish
community newspapers around
the country which have taken to

running Hebrew columns for

their readers. This is encourag-

ing. A blight, however, is the

practice of one or two which

literations !—with the well-inten-

tioned but wholly misleading ex-

hortation. "Hebrew's a cinch!"

Hebrew, it should be clearly un-

derstood, is not a cinch. Neither

is good English.

Paradoxically, the same
tongue that stumbles over Eng-

lish transliterations can, with

practice, untrippingly enunciate

the Hebrew original. The Roman
letters seem to act as a stumb-

ling block. The senses, anticipa-

ting familiar English sounds and

meanings out of the 26 symbols,

rebel at the deception. It is as if

our senses hung out a sign : "In-

terlopers—keep out." Our eyes,

tongues, throats, ears and minds

call the hoax. The accustomed

association is English with Eng-
lish, Hebrew with Hebrew.

Scramble the association—trans-

literationphboia.

This allergy, then, has a speci-

fic remedy: Hebrew. And the

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Dialogue in the Calendar Year 5760

The young architect, with the

ink still fresh on his diploma, lis-

tened respectfully to his aged
colleague and employer, discuss-

ing an synagogue architecture.

"I built my first synagogue
shortly after the end of the Ko-
rean War," the septuagenarian
recalled, "your father must have
become bar mitzvah, if not in

the same building, at least in one
that looked very much like it.

The synagogues of that period
had many common features;

they were located in residential

suburbs, amidst trees, surround-
ed by beautiful lawns, and the
emphasis was on light, excellent

accoustics, comfortable pews . .

"

"Was there much opposition to

the new style on the part of

American Jewry?" the young
architect inquired curiously.

"There has always been, and
there will always be, hostility to-

wards challenging new ideas, to-

wards search and experiment. In

the 'fifties, many people strongly
and sincerely resented the sim-
plicity or, as they would call it,

'nakedness' of the new houses of

worship. The huge, expansive,
over - decorated "Show-cases"
built before the depression to re-

semble Egyptian, Assyrian, or

Moorish places, or even Christian

churches, were still standing.

Some of them were no longer in

use, as the congregation had
moved into Suburbia. But the
antiquated notion that a House
of God must be heavily decorated
and that simplicity was synony-
mous with poverty was still held
by some people."

"How odd! Were not the men
and women of the 'fifties devoted
to a style then called, I believe,

i

'functional'? To judge by photo-
graphs, this was a generation
that, for their homes, wanted
big windows, gaily-colored walls,

light simple furniture—

"

"For their homes, yes. But,

there were some 'old-timers'—

a

old-fashioned as I must seem to

you now, my young friend—who
were reluctant to apply the slo-

gan, 'Form follows Function,'

to the house of worship, who, in

other words, found nothing ab-
surd and illogical in Jewish tem-
ples which, adorned with gold
and silver, supported by huge
marble columns, and dimly lit by
stained glass windows, made you
think you were in a medieval
basilica. Do you know, by the
way, that the revolutionary de-

mand that form must always fol~
low a building's purpose and
task, had first been made by the
son of a rabbi ?"'

"I did not know that. Wasn't
that Dankmar Adler?"

"Yes. He was born in Ger-
many and brought to the United
States when still a child. Prior to
his death in 1900, Adler design-
ed many synagogues, churches,
theatres, and office buildings for
the Middle West. The great
Frank Lloyd Wright in his early
years served an apprenticeship
with Adler and his partner,
Louis Sullivan. But to come back
to our topic—it was most for
tunate that, in the years after
the Second World War, when
America witnessed a tremendous
religious revival and church
building boom, there was no lack
of some very talented, very gift-
ed young architects who succeed
ed in making rabbis and trustees

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WE HAVE COME A lONG WAY
ByLeviEshkol

Minister of Finance, State of Israel

This year, Israel will reach a
population of two. million, and
will be on the threshold of its

third million. Think of these

two million as new Jews, reborn,

at least symbolically, in an at-

mosphere- of complete liberty,

without prejudice,' without fear.

This is^ the greatest achievement

of IsraeFs nine and a half years

of history, which you have help-

ed make possible. This year

alone ahout one hundred thou-

sand Jews will reach the shores

of Israel. They will discard for

all time the tragic badge which
has marked our people for so

many centuries : the staff of
wandering. ' ^

The countries of Jewish dis-

persion are becoming fewer. In

some countries — Bulgaria and
Iraq, for instance, and Yemen—
the Jewish communities have
either gone or number very few.

TTiey have come home to Israel.

Now, for Eastern Europe,

from many other parts of the

Diaspora, a wave of immigration

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is advancing toward a crest. A.

million Jews face our ancient

misfortune, forced wandering.

About a third of ,a million are
waiting impatiently to come to

Israel and they will come in the

next two, three, four years.

.They arrive, .at a time when
we. are still far from economic
self. - sufficiency. Nevertheless,

we
. are equally far from being

the raw State which the first

great migration wave found soon
aftei- Israel achieved its inde-

pendence.

Nine and a half years ago,

most of wha.t. we ate, what we
wore,, the very tools needed to.

dig and build, had to be brought
in from abroad. Today, much of

our food, clothing, and industrial

goods are the products of our

own work.

While facing hardship, we
have willingly accepted it for the

sake of the future we are build-

ing. Where nature has proved
unkind, we have improved her
through the wonders of modern
science and unremitting work to

make the land produce.

Today, almost three-quarters

of an Israeli's food is grown and
processed in his country. His
clothes are made in Israel—from
cotton grown in Israel and wool
from Israel's sheep, from leath-

er, yarn, and thread, all the pro-

ducts of Israel's industry, to the

very needle which sews his suit

together.

Rabbi Jacob K. ttbankman, spiniual
leader of xempie israei, J\ew ivocn-
elle, N. Y., has been elected chairman
of the .American Board of the World
Union for Progressive Judaism, it

was announced in Amsterdam, The
Netherlands.
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An Israeli's house is now built

with Israel cement, reinforced

with steel bars drawn at an Is-

raeli rolling mill. In his office,

the appliances come from Israel

factories. In his factory, much of

the machinery is Israel-made.

The spare parts for his automo-
bile or truck come from Israel

shops, and so do many of the ag-

ricultural implements used on his

farm.

Nine and a half years ago,

when Israel became a State, we
were only some 650,000 Jews,

clustered around the Mediter-

ranean Coast and surrounded by
forty million hostile Arabs. To-

day, we have become increasing-

ly and gradually populated from
north to south.

Throughout Israel, up and
down its area, around population

centers and in areas where no
human being settled for cen-

turies, close to five hundred new
agricultural settlements, towns
and villages have been establish-

ed.

Our mounting agricultural

production has been made pos-

sible only through careful use of

our water resources. As you
know, a great part of Israel has
not been blessed with much wa-
ter. What we sometimes call a

river would in this great United
States be thought of as a little

stream, even a seasonal trickle.

Therefore, we have dug wells,

erected dams, diverted rivers.

Pumping stations dot the land-

scape. Crossing Israel through
the surface of the land run water
pipes, some as small as eight

inches in diameter, some nine

feet across— large enough for a
group of boys and girls to dance
a Hora! Through this, we are

able to increase our cultivated

area to quadruple the land which
is under irrigation.

Israel's industry has come
equally far in these nine short

years. In the past six years, out
supply of electric power has just

about quadrupled.

Our chemical industry has
grown enormously. It now in-

cludes not only industrial chemi-
cals and fertilizers, but also fine

chemicals such as vaccines and
pharmaceuticals. And it is based
on our own raw materials—pot-

ash and bromine from the Dead
Sea, phosphates from the Negev,
ammonia from the by-products

of the oil refinery at Haifa.

We were forced to import ce-

ment for building during our

first years as a state, and this

year we will export about a quar-

ter of a million tons to countries

including the United States. Im-
ported tires once took our des-

perately - needed foreign ex-

change. Now we supply our local

market and are even exporting

half our tire production.

From plastics to refrigerators,

from plywood to roofing tile

—

the list of our products is grow-
ing and our industry is yearly

becoming more diversified. Our
economic growth is reflected in

the increase of our exports. Is-

rael's products are finding their

way into more and more new
markets, with a rise of several

hundred per cent in the export

total. In 1956 our exports
amounted to nearly $170,000,000.

They were no more than $35,-

000,000 or $40,000,000 six years
ago. In 1957, we are aiming for

the $200,000,000 mark. It is im-

portant to point out that a large

part of this is industrial export,

such as cut and polished dia-

monds, cement, plywood, tires.

And in citrus, the backbone of

our export trade, we hope to earn

some $50,000,000 this year. Cit-

rus orchards ah-eady extend over

more than sixty thousand acres,

double the 1948 figure.

One of Israel's most outstand-

ing achievements has been the

development of its merchant
fleet, from a single old ship used

for the illegal transport of immi-

grants in 1948, to the most mod-
em and almost the largest fleet

in the Middle East.

Our international airline is

rapidly becoming famous — and
in this connection, I point out

that El Al's turbo-jet new Brit-

annias have been purchased with
the aid of Israel Bond funds.

With the growth of industry

and new settlements has come an
equal growth in roads and rail-

road, built to connect the new ec-

onomic frontiers with the centers

of population.

This is truly a picture of prog-
ress. And we could not have ac-

complished what we have, with-
out the revenue from State of

Israel Bonds. Wherever I look in

Israel, I see the results of your
faith and your hard work. As I

have said on other occasions,

there are Israeli Bond dollars in

every inch of pipeline in the Ne-
gev, in every drop of water, in

every green field, in every new
factory, in every new railway
engine—and what is more im-

portant, in the healthy faces of

our children.
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PROFILE OF A DIPLOMAT

Addressing- the U. N. General

Assembly on May 11, 1949, on
the occasion of Israel's admit-

tance to the family of nations,

Ambassador Eban remarked
that Israel was "new in the art

of practical statecraft." If Israel

has now mastered that art, a

good deal of the credit belongs

to the youthful diplomat whose
name is legend in millions of

American homes of all faiths.

Eban's meteoric rise to states-

manship will never be forgotten

by those who listened to his me-
morable address of July 13, 1948,

when he reminded the Security

Council that Arab advances into

Israel on May 26 of that year in

definace of a May 22 Council de-

mand for an unconditional cease
fire constituted not only a threat

to Israel, but a test of the moral
power of the family of nations in

an hour of crisis. His voice was
sonorous, his bearing was.almost
majestic, and his delivery was
weighted with conviction and
grace. Here was a young voice

with the quality and ring of the
old prophets. When he was fin-

ished there was general recog-

nition among friend and foe that

here was a statesman of im-

measurable stature and an artic-

ulate voice with the power of

chastisement and persuasion.

In fact, it has been said that
one of Israel's most authentic

miracles was the emergence of

this youthful diplomat, who was
to lead his country through the

maze and wilderness of the Unit-

ed Nations.

This writer has always felt

that Ambassador Eban is not
only endowed with statesman-
ship but with the stuff of which
literary men are made. His re-

cently published collected ad-

dresses under the aptly-named
title. Voice of Israel, confirms
this belief.

Orators are noted for using
lofty phrases. Eban's phrases,

when they rise above mundane
expression, are not in that cat-

egory. There is complete lack of

triteness when he uses lofty

phrases, for they stem from a
sensitivity for word and an intui-

tiveness of pen. Whenever Eban
rises above the level of ordinary

semantics . . . and this is the rule

with him rather than the. excep-

tion ... he is as self-searching

about the phrase as he is about
the theme. No mere orator could

have coined the phrase "the air

of Israel is alive with the tumult
of creation/' and no mere rheto-

retician could speak of Israel's

hour of history in terms of "its

eminence amongst the authentic

moments of climax in human his-

tory."

Listening to his addresses, one
has the feeling as if his words
were gushing forth effortlessly

with the power and rhythm of a

waterfall. On reading them that

impact is not lost. On the con-

trary, the essence of the word
takes added meaning against the

Beautify Your Home!

background of the written page
and the pattern that one could

sense but not discern in the indi-

vidual addresses. For what spi-

rals from the pages of the book is

not only a portrait of Israel's

most capable pleader on the in-

ternational scene but of a man
with dimensions transcending

his immediate preoccupation.

It is when he takes "respite

from contemporary affairs" that

we see him in full stature as

scholar and interpreter of the

Jewish pattern along the weave
of history. Most of us remember
Eban for his defense of Israel

and its causes before the councils

of the nation, forgetting that he

has many achievements of artic-

ulateness in other areas, such as

his brilliant retort to Professor

Toynbee's heresied and falsehood

about Jewish peregrinations

through the path of history.

Eban is a master of the pen
and the phrase, and while the col-

lected speeches constitute a

chronicle of the events of the
day, they also tell the story of

the man who penned them. It has
been said of Eban that he has
few peers in diplomatic skill. He
most certainly has few superiors

as master of the word. No mere
diplomat could have penned the
image and the vision that Israel's

rebirth was "a drama conceived
in majestic terms, and acted in

the sight of eternity."

Eban's presentation of Israel's

cause before world and American
public opinion has been master-

ful by all standards. But there is

another equally important facet

in the picture — Eban's versatil-

ity, breadth of interest, historic

perspective and critical evalu-

ation. "Does the fact of the exist-

ence of Israel settle anything?"
he asked on the third anniver-

sary, and his reply was that

"what constitutes the final an-

swer is not the existence of the

state, but its nature and qual-

ity." Israel, he went on, must
capture its Hebrew roots and re-

tain its Jewish roots "but in our
concern with recapturing He-
brew and Jewish roots, we must
somehow avoid the pitfalls of

provincialism."

Israel's Ambassador to the United

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Over the years my eyes and

ears, and probably your eyes and

ears, too, have been assailed by
preachments by Jewish writers,

rabbis, and Jewish laymen,

preachments whose aim was to

prove that, at least insofar as

ethics is concerned, there really

are no fundamental differences

between Judaism and Christi-

anity, that the ethics of Jesus as

proclaimed in the New Testa-

ment are purely Jewish ethics

and that we Jews can therefore

accept Jesus as a Jewish prophet,

even if we cannot accept Him as

the Messiah and Son of God, born

of a virgin.

This tendency to wipe out all

distinctions in ethical philosophy

between Judaism and Christi-

anity, a tendency that has been

called "Jewnitarianism," is still

with us here in the United

States, has not abated during the

past generation, has if anything

become stronger in American
Jewish religious thinking, and

may weaken American Jewish

communal life considerably in

the years to come if we don't

make a strenuous effort to halt

it. It is a tendency which is main-

ly to be found among Jews here

who are either affiliated with or

are ideologically close to Reform

Judaism, though it is also to be

found among the children of

Conservative, and even Orthodox

Jews, who did not receive a Jew-

ish education worthy of the

name.

It is, of course, basically a part

of the trend toward what we usu-

ally call assimilation, of the de-

Fire of a minority religious-cul-

tural group which finds, or

thinks it finds, some opening

through which it can merge with

the majority religious-cultural

; -roup. If this type of Jew can-

rot, for one reason or another,

join the Unitarian Church, he
can as loudly as possible pro-

claim his close kinship with this

iieretical Christian group and
1 hus receive the plaudits of some
Christians at least.

Not so many years ago, in a

midwestern city where I had
come to work on the local Jewish

paper, I was introduced to a Jew-
ish lawyer of that town. Imme-
diately after the introductions,

he told me that he had once

taught Sunday School in the

local Reform Temple and then

blurted out: "Why didn't the

Jews accept the New Testa-

ment?" When it comes to the

warmth of feeling taht is to be
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. His sense of historic perspec-

tive came to fore in an address

he delivered at the Jewish Theo-

logical Seminary of America, in

vi^hich he developed the thesis

that "there are no events in his-

tory so different in scale and yet

so alike in their nature as the

American Revolution in the eigh-

teenth century and the establish-

ment of Israel's independence in

the present day and age" and

hence "for any American to re-

main hostile or even indifferent

to Israel's struggle for indepen-

dence would require of him to

turn his back on the most re-

vered national memories of his

own people."

Reflective perhaps of his deep-

er self, was Eban's selection of

the Yeshiva University for one

of his most incisive and most sig-

nificant talks—debunking Pro-

fessor Toynbee's heresy about

Jewish history and the Jewish

path in history. "I have come to

you," he told the spellbound au-

dience, "not in my diplomatic ca-

pacity, but rather as a student of

human history and letters, seek-

there is
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ing respite from contemporary
affairs." A response to an as-

sault upon Israel's historic re-

pute, he asserted, "is not a mere
exercise in academic contro-

versy" but one affecting "the

very essence of Israel's destiny

in life and thought" and he then

proceeded to decimate Toynbee
with fact and tongue and sar-

casm. He called Toynbee's pres-

entation of Jewish history a

"grotesque aberration," declar-

ing that "if Israel was a fossil

centuries ago, then its survival is

certainly an archaism and its res-

toration a grotesque paradox."

Israel in the agony and tur-

moil of our times has extended

hearth and home and hemschech,

continuity, to a people. Eban has

recounted that saga before the

nations with unmatched bril-

liance and pious devotion to text.

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ART AND ARTISTS IN ISRAEL
By Nadia Leipuner

In speaking of art, in connec-

tion with Israel, one cannot help

thinking of these words from the

Bible : "Man can not live by bread

alone." This implies that man
needs more than material goods
if he is to enjoy a full and rich

life. Material things are also im-

portant, of course, but only in so

far as our physical being is con-

cerned. Fortunately, man is also

a spiritual being. I saw "fortu-

nately" because without the

spiritual man's life would be re-

duced to a mere animalistic

existence. Moreover, without the

spiritual man's physical exist-

ence would be meaningless and
hard to bear.

Today Israel is a living ex-

ample of this concept. This mov-
ing, boiling and pioneering coun-

try which consists of a mixture
of people from many lands and
many cultures, is trying to cre-

ate a new art. TTie Israeli artists

are seeking a creative expression

typical of Israel.

Israel being a new country, it

is still premature to point to the

exact motif or culture pattern

which will predominate there.

This however, is certain: Israel

is very conscious of the need of

art, especially an art of its own.

Behind this need lies a brave
and idealistic impulse which
seeks new ideas in the old tradi-

tional motifs. It is only natural,

that in a country where each
stone and each patch of soil has

a biblical significance, the Bible

should be the greatest source of

inspiration for the artist. This

tradition is so deeply rooted in

the Israeli artist, that he finds it

almost impossible to create with-

out the influence of biblical mo-
tifs.

Another important source of

inspiration for the Israeli artist,

whether in painting, drawing, or

in fine metal work, is the por-

trayal of the many types of Jews
in Israel. One finds there Jews
from Yemen, Buchara, Greece,

Poland, Russia, the Ukraine,

Hungary, Rumania, and many
other lands. Each of them
brought to Israel the customs
and dress characteristic of his

country of origin. This provides

a rich, colorful and most stimula-

ting field for the painter and
sculptor. The only obstacle is

that the orthodox Jew will not

permit himself to serve as a mod-
el. But if the artist possesses an
optical memory, he can create

his own portraits of such pious

Jews.

Still another vital source of in-

spiration for creative art in

Israel is the natural beauty of

this sunny land, where color is

the most powerful element. This

is a great challenge for the ar-

tist. Colors have a logic of their

own, and the artist must find

this logic. He must harmonize
them and bring them into logical

relation with each other, for only

in this way can he transpose

them into his own form.

During the last few years

much progress has been made in

the arts and crafts of Israel. This
can be seen in the beautiful pot-

tery; in all kinds of fine metal
work in decorative plates, vases
and religious objects ; embroid-
ery, based on Yemenite motifs;

fine straw bags, shoes and belts

;

representative type dolls; artifi-

cial flowers made of wire
; pearls,

leather, custom, jewehy, orna-

mented bookbinding, and many
other things.

In Israel no one looks for

prints. The Israelis love original

works of art. In most homes,
even in those of people with
meager incomes you will find

fine paintings on the walls. The
Israeli knows that money spent
on art is a worthwhile invest-

ment for the entire family. A
fine painting before one's eyes
will help bear many a moment of

sadness and depression. One
must not necessarily be an ex-

pert, or a connoisseur, to enjoy
art. Art speaks a universal lang-

uage, just as music does. One can
feel and enjoy art even without
understanding it.

The artists in Israel are also of

various backgrounds. Yet it has
not taken them long to become
integrated and feel at home in

this land which marks the end
of suffering and wandering for

all of them. TTiey feel it is their

country, their Homeland, irre-

spective of how poor they may
be. It would take too long to

enumerate all artists who live

and work in Israel. Suffice it to

say that we have hundreds of

them, and a good many who en-

joy an international reputation.

There are quite a number of

art centers in Israel, not alone in

such large cities as Jerusalem,
Tel Aviv and Haifa, but also in

the kibbutzin and small commu-

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nities. Those most famous are

found in Zfat (Safed, an ancient

city in upper Galilee. This city

has many beautiful old syna-

gogues, narrow and antiquated

streets, and is surrounded by

magnificent mountains. There

the artists work mostly during

the eight summer months. An-

other important art center, nam-
ed Ein Hod, has recently been

built between Haifa and Atlith.

There are also many museums
in Israel : two in Jerusalem —
the old famous Bezalel museum,
and the Beth Ha-Omanuth ; two

in Tel Aviv ; one in Haifa ; the

Mishkin Leomanother in Ein

Larod ; the Glitzenstein mu.seum

in Zfat; the Zigrid Israel Mu-
seum in the Mizra kibbutz; and

a new museum now being built

in Nathania. There is even a mu-
.seum in the Negev, in Beersheba.

Israel also has some outstand-

ing galleries, such as the Katz

Gallery, the Mikra Studio, and

others. Aside form this you will

find many fine art collections in^

various social and cultural ;in-

.stitutions. . . . . . . . .

This example will illustrate

the value of Israeli art. Rabbi

Gershon Brenner of the Logan
Community Synagogue in Phila-

delphia, upon visiting Israel

.several years ago, was so im-

] re'-sed with the work of Israeli

artists that he collected fifty-one

oil and water color piiintings,

by twenty artists, for exhibition

in the United States. M^ny art

critics visiting Israel were also

impressed by the sincerity and

conscientiousness of the Israeli

artists who, it must be told, arc

working under the most adverse

conditions. Due to the complexi-

ties of foreign exchange and lack

of materials, it is often impos-

sible to obtain paper, canvas,

brushes, paints and other neces-

sities.

Other Israeli art exhibitions

have taken place in the United

States, such as those sponsored

by the Fund for Israeli Institu-

tions and the Jewish Theological

Seminary of America. One ex-

hibit, named "The Land of the

Bible," was held at the Metro-

politan Museum.

I should like to close with

these inspiring words by Chaym
Weitzman, first president of the

State of Israel : "With a psalm on

our lips, or a spade in our hands,

it shall be our destiny to create

new values in industry, agricul-

ture, science, literature and art,

so that Israel may become again

a center of civilization."

We Saved Them-

Now We W6uld Like To Find Them
A Letter From Paris

By Martin Horowitz

PARIS, France—I am writing

this letter in the hope that I may
be able to contact two former
American fliers whose life my
wife and I saved in Rumania in

1944, where they were held

prisoners of war during the

German occupation. What fol-

lows is a detailed description of

v.'hat happened.

On the evening of August 24,

1944, the first day of German
bombardment in Rumania, my
wife and I were outside of our

shelter when a neighbor discrete-

ly pointed out to us three young
men, telling us that they were
American prisoners of war whom
he could not understand, not

knowing the English language.

NEW YEAR GREETINGS .... from
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VISIT TO BEDSIDE of a hospitalized veteran is a New Year mitzvah
for the Jewish chaplain. Across the United States, patients in Veterans Ad-
ministration hospitals will celebrate Rosh Hashanah and Yom Kippur at
special services conducted by Jewish chaplains recruited, endorsed and
served by the National Jewish Welfare Board (JWB).

Cautiously, my wife, who does

know the language, approached

and spoke to one of the men who
seemed to be the leader of the

group, an American of about 25-

26 years old, tall, blond, and well-

built. After ascertaining that we
were Jews, he said that he would
like to come into the house and

speak to her. We led them into

one of the abandoned apart-

ments. He introduced himself

and told us that the three of

them—two Americans and one

Englishman—were held prison-

ers in the schoolhouse "St. Cath-

erina" in the vicinity of our resi-

dence, where most of the foreign

aviators, then prisoners, were de-

tained.

They told us that they had es-

caped in the morning of that

day, August 24th, and, fearing

capture by the Germans, begged
us to give them shelter until the

situation will have been cleared

up.

It was a moment of grave de-

cision. We knew the peril to

which we exposed ourselves, for

there was the danger of denun-
ciation or investigation which
were ordinary occurrences in

those days, the more so since

there lived in our own house ad-

herents of the Fascist Antonescu
regime who could have brought
about our own destruction. Of
course, there was also the well-

meaning advice of our friends to

mind our own business and leave

things alone.

However, the years of terror

through which we had lived cher-
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ishing* the hope that our salva-

tion could come only through the

Americans — a hope that was
more of a dream too beautiful to

become a reality — for we Jews
were almost convinced that there

was no escape from the Germans
—these years of terror, I say,

prompted us to reach a decision.

We felt that saving the lives of

those allies was dictated by our

own conscience and our concept

of democracy ; also that it meant
fulfilling our duty towards an
ally in danger of his life.

We followed up our decision by
harboring the three prisoners in

our apartment, providing them
with civilian clothes, feeding

them during the days and nights

of August 24-29 when the savage

bombardment of Bucharest was
at its highest peak.

Of the several instances of our

being together I recall some of

the conversations we had with

the prisoners—for they were ret-

icent and secretive as a rule and

displayed caution in every action.

As mentioned before, the Ameri-
can with whom my wife spoke

was 25-26 years old, tall, blond,

well-built. We gathered that he

had been the pilot or leader of a

B-20 ( ?), struck in the region of

Ploesti, that he and his fellow

American parachuted down.
From his very behavior and ex-

pression one could see that he

was a man of certain distinction.

He told us, with a feeling of long-

ing, that he was the father of

two children, the youngest one

about two years old whom he had
never seen. The other American
was dark complexioned, gay, and
rather simple in his manners,

and evinced considerable defer-

ence to the blond one. One of

them told us that he was from
Detroit.

The Englishman, whose name
was Charles Whitley, was about
23-24 years old, tall, slim, with a

chin moustache, brown hair, and
sharp features. He told us that

he was from Yorkshire, a news-
paper and magazine designer.

During the bombardment by
the Germans we, as a rule, went
down to the shelter; but the

Americans persisted in remain-

ing in the apartment. Once we
hid the English flier in the boiler

room near the shelter, because

the rumor spread that foreign

suspects were being sought.

Once, when we asked them
why our quarters were being

bombarded since they were of no
military importance, they smil-

ingly informed us that they were
better informed and showed us a

handkerchief and cigarette case

on which the region was indicat-

ed by red spots as being a mili-

tary objective.

One evening, shortly before

the end of the German bombard-
ments, the American pilot, as-

sured of our pro-American senti-

ments, asked my wife to try and

penetrate near the airport Po-

pesti-Leordeni, a few miles be-

yond Bucharest and find out

whether it was still held by the

German forces, so that in the

event they were no longer there

he could try to make his way to

the airport himself.

While my wife was trying to

decide on the best way to meet
with the flier's request in the

midst of a renewed fierce bom-

bardment, the pilot, a few hours
later, told us of his decision to

make the investigation himself.

That night we helped them pack
their belongings, provided them
with some food, and both of them
left us with warmest thanks for

everything and assured us that

they would not forget our help in

such grave hours. At the last

moment he asked for a sheet of

paper on which he wrote, "To
whom it may concern'—a form
then unknown to us—in which
he related our assistance to them
and ended with a plea to Ameri-
can authorities on our behalf for

our services and devotion to the

army and citizens of America in

the face of gravest danger to

their life. We wished them God-
speed and they left with our

blessings. We heard later from
Whitley that the Americans had
left Rumania shortly afterward.

The English aviator, Whitley,

remained with the British Mis-

sion in Bucharest. After the ex-

pulsion of the Germans and the

re-establishment of a semblance
of order he used to visit us, often

staying overnight in our apart-

ment, after curfew hours, mostly

in order to avoid the plundering

Russians who, at gunpoint,

threatened and robbed openly
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without any discrimination

whatever. There was a refrain

about their doings that went : It

was bad with "der, die, das" (he-

she, it, in German) but worse
with "davai tchaas" (hand over

your watch, in Russian.)

The first night Whitley stayed

with us he emerged from his

room clad in the pajamas we
gave him, and he said apologeti-

cally that he could not bear alone

the emotion to be dressed again
in pajamas after so many years.

He then said: "How happy my
mother would be to know that
I'm still alive," and he spoke of

the girl he had left behind in

England and always asked for

news of him.

When Whitley left he gave us
his address in England, also his

regimental number with the
Royal Air Force. But this, to-

gether with the papers of the
American aviators, had to be de-

stroyed owing to the constant
raids carried out and the terror

that was reigning in the land.

For the possession of such pa-
pers could have meant direct

punishment. We gave Whitley,
as a memo, our photograph bear-

ing the seal: Sellman photos,

Bucharest.

TTiirteen years have gone by
since then, and no wonder we re-

member only the name of Whit-
ley, since we pronounced it so

often during our conversations

when he visited us in the days of

peace and relative quiet. The
names of the two Americans we
do not remember. But we are

sure that we could easily recog-

nize their features, so imprinted
have they remained with us dur-

ing all these years.

Upon leaving Rumania, we in-

tended to reach the West, espe-

cially America, but circum-

stances did not permit. It is only
now that we could think of con-

tinuing our way toward a horizon

where our democratic ideals and
hopes might be fulfilled. But
first we should like to find the
two former American fliers. I

am sure that they too wish to

contact their benefactors. Our

THE YEAR IN RETROSPECT
By Jules Marqulies

If the future is inevitably the

consequence of the past, then the

NEW YEAR deserves a prepon-

derance of retrospection. Seers

like Solomon always have eyes in

back of their heads simply be-

cause they know where to look. It

is a common ritual among moral
men to re-examine the day be-

fore sleep is permitted its domin-
ion. The ritual of the NEW
YEAR itself devolves more in the

past than it does on days to come.
The future allows opportunity,

but the past is always too late.

One can't untie it by common-
place means. It can only be expi-

ated.

The past year, for Jews partic-

ularly, was a unique one. The Is-

raeli invasion of the Sinai Penin-
sula was the most significant

public event of the preceding
twelve months. It was, in fact,

the most significant event since

the defeat of Germany, with the
exception perhaps of the Com-
munization of China. It exceeded
in tension by far the atmosphere
of the entire Korean debacle. It

made the losses of the French in

Indo-China seem a feather in the
wind. The Hungarian uprising
and defeat, however crucial, was
never fraught with the danger
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engenderd by the four-day blitz

of the Israeli armies toward

Suez. That it brought the U. S.

Sixth Fleet into the Mediter-

ranean simultaneously with the

announcement that the Com-
munist states would permit the

emigration of fighting "volun-

teers" to the threatened area, in-

dicates certainly how much more
important the Israeli move was,

when rated in comparison to any
like military maneuver since the

cessation of World War II. One
can remember the dour gravity

Eisenhower and Dulles displayed

in their talks to the nation a

night or two following the Israeli

action. That televised broadcast

was devoted to preparing public

opinion for the severe measures
that were planned against the

Hebrew state, planned no doubt
far in advance of the time Israel

would be compelled to lash back.

Those were grave days. Every-
one this writer knew was liter-

ally ill. One can still picture the

sleepless Eban running franti-

cally between the offices of Ben
Gurion and those of Dulles, and
standing alone at the U. N., to be
assisted finally by Mrs. Meir.

Dulles sat beside Ambassador
Lodge that night. The camera
caught them very well. Tliey

vere prepared to sneer at Mr.
Eban's "apologia," but try as
they might, they couldn't, at
least not as long as the actual

vords were being spoken.

And this, strangely, brings us
10 perhaps what was most curi-

jus about that crisis. If one can
judge by what's in men's faces
ft is safe to assume that, al-

though Israel was condemned
and branded an aggressor, not a
single voting delegate in the
General Assembly believed an
iota in the justice of that near
unanimous decision. Even those

delegates who could "compre-
hend" the urgency of Israel's

need to act in face of grave and
continuous provocation, nonethe-

less gave way to raising a con-

demnatory hand at the vote.

Moreover, that was an inexplic-

able anger at Israel. It was felt

by all, but particularly by the of-

ficial spokesmen of our own Gov-
ernment. The anger was generat-

ed by having been forced by Is-

rael into making a decision

against Israel. It was generated,

more particularly, by being

forced into a position to stand up,

because of underlying expedien-

cies, on behalf of political enti-

ties we presumably always op-

pose. Israel embarrassed us. If

the indignation against the Is-

raeli action was put on so lofty a

moral level, it was because the

moral problem was our own. Is-

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raeli action pressed us into the

open. We came to Nasser's de-

fense only because we felt Nas-

ser to be on our own team. We
didn't want to be made to say so

publicly, because to befriend a

Nasser is a rather blatant con*-

tradiction to the traditional

character and principles of

American policy, as understood

even by Boy Scouts. We were
angry at Israel because Israel

pushed us to the point of having

to profess our approval of Nasser
publicly. Eisenhower's anger was
not the anger of a man of peace

against a nation that acted mili-

taristically. Were it that, he
would have been pained. Instead

he was furious belying the real

point. He was furious, as all

knew, in having to make a show
of hand, at having to make an
open avowal.

And so we come perhaps even
one level closer to what indeed

was the crux of that crisis. It

was that Israel had once again,

as it had so often in the past, be-

come the object by which the

"world" at large was compelled

to a purely moral choice. (I speak
now of "Israel" in its Biblical

sense; not in its merely geogra-

phic or political sense.) To af-

ford that choice, and to be in-

volved in it, seems to be Israel's

perennial function, its metaphy-
sical duty. In this Israel itself

has no choice. It was the under-

taking vowed in the original Cov-

enant. To this writer, it seemed
of course most fitting that puny
Israel, by a comparatively puny
four-day military action across a

hundred miles of arid desert,

should have held in its action the

possibility of actually instigating

the Third World War. That Is-

rael should have been placed in

that unique position can only

serve to further underline its pe-

culiar relations to the "world"

in general. (Certainly had Israel

not retreated, "volunteers"

would have arrived all too soon

only to be met by American con-

tingents). The second World
War was not instigated, after all,

by the invasion of Poland. It be-

gan with the anti-Jewish decrees

of the Nazi Government, decrees

that remained unopposed by the

powers that at the time of their

institution could have interceded

and eradicated them. What this

means of course is that Israel is

that which calls forth the judg-

ment of the nations. It gives the

"world" the opportunity from
time to time to declare itself

either on the side of the angels

or not . . . and the "world" re-

sents, more often than not, being

forced into the decision that

must ensue. Israel is the scale

against which the "world" is

weighed.

The history of Europe can be

written solely in terms of this

premise. Spain, to take an obvi-

ous example, has still to recover

from her behavior toward "Is-

rael." Eastern Europe, though in

suffering, has still to expiate its

sins. Germany is divided, and

hasn't even begun the payment
of her debt. This is not to say

that ISRAEL is lily pure ; she is

not, or is it her nature to be. If

languages. New people arrive al-

most every day and settle in the
sprawling new housing projects.

And everyone is working. Some
are employed in new industries

... the brick factory, the chemi-
cal works, the ceramics plant.

Others commute to Negev mines,
while still others go out to build

the wastelands or service the
growing agricultural hinterland.

Then there is Kiriat Gat. In

1955 it did not exist. At the be-

ginning of 1956 this capital of
the Lachish District had 25 fam-
ilies. As the dream of a regional

settlement program in Lachish
took shape and over two dozen

settlements were established, so

too did Kiriat Gat grow. Today
the town founded less than two
years ago has about 1,000 fami-

lies, over 4,000 people . . . Iraqis,

Europeans, North Africans,

ing and working together.

Most of Kiriat Gat's streets

are unpaved, most of its homes
are still without electricity. But
there is a cotton gin with ma-
chinery from Texas and Ala-

bama, there is—of all things—

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scotch tape plant, and also an ice

factory, a diamond polishing

workshop, while a spinning mill

is abuilding.

Like Beersheba, like Kiriat

Gat, the other development can

succeed. But it takes time—and

lots of money—to turn the idea

into the reality. And, meanwhile,

the immigrants must clothe

themselves and eat.

Every immigrant who cannot

find a job is guaranteed a mini-

mum of fifteen days of work per

month by the Ministry of Labor.

He will not get rich on it—he will

earn some IL. 90 ($50) a month,

but he will be able to keep his

family going until something

better comes along, until indus-

try comes to the town or until

nearby agricultural villages

grow up sufficiently to create

service and other types of jobs

for the citizens of the pioneering

towns.

These guaranteed days of

work constitute, of course, made-
work. But it is not wasted work.

It is work building roads, re-

claiming land, planting trees,

digging trenches for irrigation

pipes, laying power lines, devel-

oping whole new sections of the

country. In a sense, the new im-

migrant engaged in this work is

building a future for himself,

since what he is doing is paving

the way for development of the

area in which he lives. And so,

although these new towns are

dusty and treeless as yet, though

they have the raw, ungainly look

of America's mid-19th Century

wild-west towns, they are full of

hope.

The new immigration makes
expansion of agricultural pro-

duction essential. It is hoped that

20 per cent of this year's im-

migrants will go on the land.

Five new villages are being built

in the hills of the Galilee, and it

should be added that their es-

tablishment is made possible

only by completion of a new
water pipeline. A 100,000-dunam

area of rocky hill country just

south of Jerusalem Corridor, the

Adullam region famed in the

Bible, is being opened for agri-

cultural settlement this year. It

is an empty and wild area, and

before the villages can be found-

ed roads will have to be blasted

out of the hillsides.

Thousands of newcomers are

finding places for themselves in

the older kibbutzim and mosha-
vim. These well-established set-

tlements have the capacity for

economic expansion and can use

more working hands. The Jewish

Agency and Government make
possible the working partnership

of new immigrant and old settle-

ment by building homes in these

villages for the newcomers.

Ihis question of housing is,

of course, one of the keys to im-

migrant absorption. Israel has

vowed not to return to the tin

hut, the canvas shack, the tent.

But there is neither time nor

money to build as many perma-

nent concrete dwellings as would

be needed to house this immi-

grant flood. The compromise is

minimal housing, sturdy, good

for five years or perhaps longer.

Thousands of tiny asbestos-

board cottages have been put

up. They are not beautiful but

they are adequate. Yet even

such housing costs IL. 2,500 a

unit.

A great part of the cost of this

housing is borne by the State

—

and therefore by the people—of

Israel. I think we in secure

America should not forget that

the immigrant flow places a

terribly heavy burden on the

people of Israel. For example,
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The influx of lOo 000 refugees during the past Hebrew year necessitated

almost superhuman effort and huge expenditures of money to construct ade-
quate housing for the new arrivals and for those who arrived in recent years
and are still living in temporary quarters. Some 17,000 housing units were
put up this year and many more will be needed to house the refugees. Tack-
ling this problem is the United Jewish Appeal, which is seeking to raise a
3100,000,000 Emergency Rescue Fund over and above the needs of the regu-
lar UJA campaign.

16,000 new immigrant children

between the ages of six and 14

entered the IsraeH school system

in the past school year. Obvious-

ly, very few of their parents are

as yet paying taxes, and the

State has to assume the entire

burden of providing school-

rooms, instructors, books, etc.,

for 16,000 new students.

The year 1957 is a year of real

economic struggle for the aver-

age man in Israel. His direct

taxes are almost unbearably

high. Virtually everything he

buys is subject to indirect tax.

It is harder than ever before to

make ends meet. But nowhere in

this country do you hear a word
of doubt about immigration. In-

stead there is exhilaration. To
the Israelis the arrival of this

year's newcomers is absolutely

exciting.

And this is natural. The Is-

li.s ?ee men and women and chil-

dren coming from slavery to

freedom. They watch these peo-

ple draw their first breath of

freedom, they see the newcomers
savor liberty.

When I visited a new immi-

grant housing development, I

met a little boy from Europe. He
said to me, "Where I come from,

the other boys understood my
language but they did not want
me to play with them. Here the

kids don't understand me as yet,

but they do want me to play with

them."

This is part of the excitement

of Israel today—this miracle of

helping children, and women, and

men find freedom, find homes.

Another part of the excitement

which one finds in Israel comes

from the effort to conquer the

frontier. This effort is growing

Please Turn To Page 115

Piedmonf Mill Supply Company, Inc.

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Ending A Long Separation

The proposition that American

Jews seldom read books of Jew-

ish content is a favorite expres-

sion of snobbishness on the part

of those Jews who do. Like most
such trial balloons for an even-

ing's conversation, it is one that

can be easily pricked.

This judgment implies a yard-

stick of.comparison. That yard-

stick is the assumption that

most, or at least a large number
of Americans — excluding Jews
— regularly buy and read sig-

nificant fiction and non-fiction.

The fact is that when a general

best-seller reaches the 250,000
sales mark, it has found this

quarter of a million purchasers
among at least 80,000,000 adult

Americans. The number of

Americans who consistently buy
and read significant books is a

proportionately small one.

It is also a judgment which
ignores the fact that the Jewish-
ly-literate American Jew is al-

most certain to be a generally
literate person and therefor one
who, in addition to finding time
and money to keep up with im-
portant new general books, must
also add to this civilized respon-
sibility the additional load of
locating more time and money
for Jewish books.

Also ignored is the contrast
between the choices for the gen-
oral reader of thousands of first

rate books published annually,
as against no more than a few
dozen books of Jewish signifi-

cance for the Jewish reader.

Whether the limited number
of good Jewish books is due to

the lack of a substantial market
or whether the smaller market
reflects the lack of good products
is an interesting chicken-and-egg

question. It is true, however,
that such Jewish books are being
published and sold in growing
numbers.

The quantitatively smaller
audience for Jewish books does
have an important bearing on
the publishing of such books.
The audience is too small to

finance the kind of promotion
apparatus which is indispensable
to the business of selling serious
books in the general market. Out
of this situation emerges a vi-

cious circle. Publishers of Jewish
books either cannot, or do not
know how to, promote their
books to prospective Jewish
l)uyers. Lack of promotion pre-
sumably reduces the potential
j-'ales of such books.

The typical publisher is usual -

ly involved not only in publish-
ing books but also in wholesaling
and retailing the books of his

house and those of other publish-
ers as well. The retail operation
is usually one which includes
Jewish non-book items such as
records, religious obiects and
similar Jewish specialties. Such
non-book sales efforts may be
essential to the survival of the
Jewish book publisher but they
also mark the degree to which he
must devote his time to opera-
tions having little to do with the
primary task of finding, print-
ing and promoting serious Jew-
ish books.

The issue has been: Which

As long as the answer CiJiild

be sought only in the results of

Jewish publishing as a private

enterprise, trustworthy clues

were few.

During 1956, five Jewish

books fairs were held in various

cities — Detroit, New York, su-

burban Riverdale, Los Angeles

and Cleveland. All were linked

with Jewish Book Month, an

annual event sponsored by the

Jewish Book Council, one of the

service projects of the Natitmal

Jewish Welfare Board.

Detailed results on one of the

most successful of these events

are available. TTiis is the Book
Fair held at the Riverdale Tem-
ple at which Rabbi Charles E.

Shulman is spiritual leader. The
1956 Book Fair was the third in

a row sponsored by the Reform
congregation.

The primary goal of each

Riverdale Temple Book Fair has

l een to sell Jewish books — ser-

ious and important Jewish books.

Here is what happened

:

During the first event, in

1954, a one-day affair, among
the 300 books sold were four sets

of the Graetz History, books on

Jewish ceremonials, the Grayzel

and Sachar one-volume histories,

Zangwill, the Postal - Koppman
Guide and Jewish Publication

Society juveniles for the 10 to 12

years olds. All children's books

sold well. Very little Jewish fic-

tion was offerd.

Total sales were around 500

l)ooks.

On the one hand, there is the

Divine promise of a return to

him. Furthermore, they argue,

now that the Jews have regained

their ancient homeland, they
first received their real chance
to become the "world people"

>iistory has destined them to be.

Tekiah, Shevarim Teruah, Te-

kiah, the shofar blows on Rosh

Hashonah calling the people to

pause in their earthly pursuits

and to direct their attention to

their spirtual well-being. Awake,

ye sleepers! and ye stupefied

ones, bestir yourselves, the

sound and the very tones inspire

its hearers with awe. These were

the counds that were heard

when the Torah was given to

Israel, and these were the

sounds destined to blow when
the son of David reveals him-

self, and when God leads the

exiles of Israel into their land.

Heard in every synagogue

throughout the world on the

High Holy Days and steeped in

traditions of the past, the shofar

is a symbol of the heritage of

Judaism.

Unlike other musical instru-

ments, it has never varied in

structure from its prehistoric

simplicity and thus becomes an

eternal monument commemora-
ting the events on Mount Sinai

when God, through Moses, gave

Israel His Commandments. "And
all the people perceived the

thunderings, and the lightnings,

and the voice of the horn, and the

mountain smoking; and when
the people saw it, they trembled,

and stood afar off."

Tekiah, Shevarim Teruah, Te-

kiah, the shofar blasts out a sec-

ond time on Rosh Hashonah in

this, the twentieth century, and

the sound, legends say, it sup-

posed to confuse Satan and make
him think the Messiah is coming.

The sounds ring out for a third

time and Sa^an becomes dumb-
founded because he thinks the

Resurrection is at hand and his

power is at an end. The Bible

abounds with references to the

shofar as a signal horn of war
and here we have the timeless

struggle of the conflict between
good and evil.

The shofar, however, i-epre-

sents the spiritual part of the

body and the first blasts of the

Tekiot and the whole purpose of

blowing is to awaken the ffigher

Mercy, to call upon God to be

kind. Usually made out of the

horns of a ram, the shofar re-

calls to God the binding of Isaac.

"Why do we sound the horn of a

ram?" Maimonides wrote. "God
said : "Blow me a ram's horn that

I may remember unto you the

binding of Isaac, the son of Abra-

ham, and I shall account it unto

you for a binding of yourselves

before me." On the other hand,

in order not to recall to God the

incident of the idolatrous wor-

shif of the Golden Calf, the horns

of the ox or cow are banned from
ever being made into a shofar.

Curved in shape in order to

symbolize the contrite hearts of

the children of Israel bending to-

ward their Father who is in

heaven, the shofar, though it

may not be painted in colors,

may be carved with artistic de-

signs. Representative in a way
of a sacrifice to God, and there-

by necessitating perfection, the

shofar may not be used for cei'e-

monial purposes if there is a

rent or hole in it that affects its

sound.

The shofar was used to pro-

claim danprer and to terrify the

enemy in aJicient times and both

of these uses have been incorpor-

ated into the ceremony of sho-

far blowino- on Rosh Hashonah.

The shofai', however, was also

used in ancient Palestine for a

As the prophet
Amos observes, "shall a trumpet
be blown in a city and the people

not be terrified ?"

Eighth. To remind us of the

aniah 1:14-16: "The great day
of the Lord is near, it is near and
hasteneth much, a day of the
trumpet and of shouting."

Jews may be wanting in many
departments, they may be lack-

ing in faith and hope, but they

are not lacking in charity.

He was, said Sokolow, a

righteous and God-fearing man
who had scarcely seen a coin in

his life. All day he sat in the

synagogue and pored over the

Talmudic folios. His wife took

care of his material needs.

Once he was called to act as

judge in a dispute and after the

rendering of the decision, a coin

was pressed into his hand.

"What's this?" he asked.

Rabbi Levi Isaac of Berdit-

chev was once so discouraged by
a house-to-house canvas for

charity that he resolved "Never
Again!" At the moment of reso-

lution, he caught sight of a thief

being apprehended in the act of

crime. The rabbi interceded, paid

the fine and obtained the release

of the culprit. "I suppose now,"
said the rabbi to the thief, "this

will teach you a lesson not to

steal in the future."

"This thief has taught me a

lesson," mused the rabbi. "My
luck in soliciting for the poor
may be better in the future." He
resumed his canvas.

A Jew hastily concealed him-
self behind the haystack when
he saw the Roposhitzer rebbe

approaching with the charity

box. When he recognized that

When the authors of our Bill

of Rights wrote that great docu-

ment, they opened it with these

words: "Congress shall make no

law respecting the establishment

of religion or prohibiting the

free exercise thereof." They
thus erected—in the words of

Thomas Jefferson—"a wall of

separation between church and
state." Their purpose in doing

this was to keep forever from
these shores the evils that had
been an inextricable part of the

union of church and state in the

Old World. They knew when-
ever church and state were unit-

ed the inevitable consequences

were persecution, conflict, bit-

terness and internal dissension.

Our constitutional fathers

were wise, indeed, for experience

has verified their fears. When-
ever, in our country, the consti-

tutional guarantee of separation

of church and state is violated,

sooner or later the very evils

that our fathers sought to avoid

manifest themselves. Particular-

ly where the violation of the

principle of separation of church
and state occurs in the public

schools do these evils arise, al-

though, of course, not to the

same extent and intensity as in

the Old World. Wherever relig-

ion is brought into the public

schools, sooner or later children

of minority faiths or of no faith

will suffer, sooner or later there

is conflict, divisiveness and dis-

sension.

Wise as our constitutional

fathers were, however, there is

one consequence of union of

chuixh and state that they ap-

parently did not anticipate. It

remained for American ingenu-

ity to create a new by product

of the union of church and state

:

the evolving of a new state re-

ligion. TVue enough, our fathers

seemed to have had some inkling

of the possibility of this turn of

events. For example, they knew
that if the state involved itself in

religious affairs, the result

would be that some particular

faith would be preferred over the

benefits to the detriment and
discrimination of the other

faiths. However, they contem-

plated only that this preferred

faith would be one of the estab-

lished religions, selected by the

rulers of the state who were ad-

herents to that religion. They
did not contemplate that the fa-

vorite would be an entirely new
faith, created specifically to be
that favorite.

What we are witnessing today

is the gradual emergence of a

strange, new, hybrid creed, an
artificial religion; to obtain the

aid and benefits of the machin-
ery of our public educational sys-

tem, a new religion is being

evolved.

This new hybrid faith was
made inevitable by the public

school involvement in religion.

This involvement has produced a

paradoxical situation. Our public

school teachers and officials in

the United States are over-

whelmingly good people, kind

and fair. They would not know-
ingly harm the children entrust-

ed to their care, nor would they
by-and-large wilfully discrimi-

nate in favor of one faith as

against some other faith. Yet
they are frequently unable to

withstand external pressure to

introduce religious education

and practices into the schools.

Therefore, in order to avoid fa-

voring a particular faith or dis-

criminating against others, they

seem to be evolving a new reli-

gion—different from any of the

existing faiths, different in im-

portant and indeed basic aspects.

Yet, it resembles them all. It re-

sembles them simply because it

Please Turn To Page 8(!

is a hybrid which borrows from
all. In the words of the prophet

Isaiah, "Precept by precept, pre-

cept by precept, line by line, line

by line, here a little, there a lit-

tle—with stammering lips and
with a strange tongue shall it be

spoken to these people."

They are indeed strange pre-

cepts in a strange tongue told

with stammering lips to the little

people in the public schools. This

strange religion, this patchwork
quilt of here a little, there a

little, this borrowing of what is

deemed "common" to all the re-

ligions is slowly, yet steadily

evolving into a new religion, one
that might be called The Faith

of the Lowest Common Denomi-
nator, or more simply, the Public

School Religion.

TTie new Public School Reli-

gion has all the elements and at-

tributes that, it is generally sup-

posed, an acceptable religious

faith should have. It is a Deity

—

a Deity who resembles yet is

different from the Deity of each

of the major faiths. It has its

own prayers, resembling but

nevertheless different from the

accepted prayers of the estab-

lished faiths. It has its own sa-

cred hymns and its own holy

days; it has its own religious

symbols and its own Ten Com-
mandments; its own creed and
dogma and its own moral code.

They all have a sense of familiar-

ity about them for they all re-

semble what we already have

—

yet they are all distinctively dif-

ferent.

The new Public School Relig-

ion has its own Deity. He re-

sembles the Deity of Protestant-

ism and of Catholicism and of

Judaism for His name too is God.

But He is far more mysterious

than contemplated by any other

faith, for He cannot be defined.

A few years ago representatives

of the Protestant, Catholic and
Jewish faiths in a large Eastern
city met over a period of many
months in an attempt to arrive

at a common set of religious

principles for introduction into

the public schools. The first step

obviously was to arrive at a com-
mon meaning of God. The ven-

ture was finally given up when it

was found impossible to arrive

at such a common meaning.
Therefore, the common denomi-
nator God of the public schools

had to remain undefined and un-

defineable.

The God of the Public School

Religion is not only undefine-

able; He may not even be talked

about. His name may of course

be mentioned—indeed, the new
Public School Religion is being

evolved largely to meet the cry

that God is not mentioned in the

schools—that the schools are

Godless. His name is mentioned
frequently in the hymns, prayers

and other rituals of the Public

School Religion—but no more.

When, earlier this year, the

board of education in New Hyde
Park, Long Island, resolved to

post a non-denominational Ten
Commandments on the walls of

the public schools (I will come to

this again shortly) , on the top of

the plaque or poster there ap-

pear the opening words, "I am
the Lord thy God." The teachers

were instructed that if any child

asked questions regarding the

Commandments, the teachers

were not to answer, but only si-

lently to give the child asking

the question a printed card re-

ruesting the child's parents or

clergyman to handle the matter."

I leave it to your imagination to

picture what goes on in the mind
of a child who, when he ques-

tions the teacher about the God
he is urged to revere, is met with
stony silence.

The new Public School Relig-

ion has its prayers. Since the

prayers of the major faiths are

not copyrighted and therefore

not protected by law from pla-

giarism, the Public School pray-
ers resemble those of the major
faiths, but yet are different. Ac-
cording to the New Testament,
the major prayer of Christianity

—the Lord's Prayer—was com-
posed by Jesus. The Public
School Prayers are composed by
the public school authorities.

Thus, several years ago the
Regents of the State of New
York—a body on which there
was not even a single clergyman
—composed a so-called non-de-

nominational prayer for daily

recitation in the public schools
of New York State. The prayer
reads as follows

:

"Almighty God we acknowl-

In Fresno, California, on the oth-

er hand, it may have been felt

that this prayer was too difficult

for kindergarten children, and
the school authorities there use
a different prayer to be recited

by 1he children before they par-
took of milk and crackers

:

"Thank you for the world
so sweet,

T'hank you for the food we
eat.

Thank you for the birds

that sing,

Thank you, God, for every-

thing."

I have no desire to compare
the spirituality of the New York
Regents' prayer with that of the
New Testament Lord's Prayer,
nor the Fresno kindergarten
prayer with the ancient Jewish
prayer: "Blessed art Thou, 0
Lord our God, King of the Uni-
verse, who brings forth bread
from the earth." I merely point
out that the Public School pray-
ers, while they resemble the tra-

ditional prayers, are neverthe-
less new and different prayers.
The new Public School Relig-

ion has its own hymns. A few
years ago, after a bitter public

hearing, the Board of Education
of the City of New York adopted
a resolution requiring that in all

public schools in the city the fol-

lowing hymn be sung every
morning as a devotional act of

religion

:

"Our fathers' God to Thee
To Thee we sing.

With freedom's holy light,

Protect us with TTiy might,

Great God, our King.

Naturally this hymn sounds fa-

miliar. It is, of course, the fourth

stanza of the patriotic hymn,
America. But if the public school

authorities can borrow from rec-

ognized religious prayers there is

no reason why they should not

borrow from recognized patriot-

ic hymns.

The new Public School Relig-

ion also has its holy days and its

sacred festivals. As is to be ex-

pected, they resemble the holy

days and sacred festivals of the

established religions. Also as is

to be expected, they are never-

theless distinctive and different.

Christianity has its Christmas

and its Easter. Judaism has Han-
nukah and its Passover. The Pub-

lic School Religion has its Joint

Christmas-Hannukah and its

Joint Easter-Passover. Since the

Public School Religion is a lowest

common denominator religion, it

is not only natural but inevitable

that in their borrowing from
Christmas and Hannukah, Eas-

ter and Passover, in order to

formulate the new Public School

holidays, the school authorities

borrow the lowest common de-

nominator of each of the tradi-

tional holy days. Thus, the lowest

common denominator of Christ-

mas and Hannukah is that they

both have candles and lights and

the giving of gifts associated

with them. Hence, the Public

School Joint Christmas-Hannu-

kah becomes the Festival of

Lights and the Season of Gifts.

Easter and Passover come in the

Spring, and the Joint Easter-

Passover becomes the Festival

of Spring.

The New Public School Relig-

ion also has its own glorious

symbols — its own Ten Com-
mandments. In New Hyde Park

on Long Island the Board of Ed-

ucation voted to place its own
so-called non - denominational

Ten Commandments on the walls

of the public schools. These re-

semble but are different from

the Ten Commandments of each

of the three major faiths. For

example, in all three versions of

the Bible—Protestant, Catholic

and Jewish—at the opening of

The Ten Commandments appear

the words: "I am the Lord, thy

God, Who brought thee forth out

of the land of Egypt, the house

of bondage." The authorities at

New Hyde Park improved upon
the traditional Scriptures and
edited out the words "the land

of Egypt." Whether they did

this because the current policy

of our State Department is not

to cause President Nasser of

Egypt any annoyance, or for

some other reason, I cannot say.

All I can say is that the Public

School Ten Commandments are

different from those accepted as

God-given by the three major
faiths.

Indeed, it cannot even be said

for certain that the Public

School Ten Commandments are

Ten Commandments at all. They
are not numbered, and their ar-

rangement, which differs from
those of the other three faiths,

leaves one uncertain how many
Commandments there are. Look-

ed at one way, there appear to be

eleven; looked at another way,
there appear to be only nine. The
best that can be safely said is

that they are Ten Command-
ments—more or less.

The new Public School Relig-

ion has its creed and dogma. It

is called "Common Core." As its

name indicates, like all else it is

a borrowing from the lowest

common denominator of the

creeds and dogmas of Protest-

antism, Catholicism and Juda-
ism.

The Public School Religion has

its code of ethics. This is known
as Moral and Spiritual Values.

Of course, they resemble the

codes of ethics of the traditional

religions. And of course too they

are distinctively different. The
Torah of the Jews decrees love of

the stranger. So too do the Gos-

pels of the Christians. So too do

the Moral and Spiritual Values

of the public schools. But observe

how this ethical commandment

is interpreted in one state, Flor-

ida.

In that state, the Department
of Education has introduced into

a number of public schools a pro-

gram of teaching moral and spir-

itual values. One of these spirit-

ual values is friendship to stran-

gers. As an illustration of how
this is carried out and what it

means, a classroom incident is

set forth as a model.

It seems that in one class a

new child named Kim was ad-

mitted. He was a child of Asian
extraction and was treated rude-
ly by the other children. This is

how the incident is related in the
Guide published by the Florida

State Department of Education.

In Mrs. Reid's room there

was much to be done. Mrs.
Reid began with a question,

"Does anyone remember
what our motto is ?"

Tommy was the first to

reply. "Yes," he said, "Be
kind to one another."

"Thank you. Tommy,"
Mrs. Reid said. "Do you boys
and girls think that you
have remembered this motto
today? Do you think you
have practiced it? How
could we have practiced and
lived this today?" Mrs. Reid

( continued.

Mary Jane spoke, "We
could have been kind to the
new boy in Miss Harris'
room."

"He's a Jap," blurted Har-
ry.

"Kim is from Korea, Har-
ry," said Mrs. Reid. "Korea
is a country near Japan.
Let's see if we can find it on
the map. You know, the

Japanese and the Koreans
do look somewhat alike. But
Kim is from Korea."

I do not care to pass judgment
on Mrs. Reid or the Florida State
Board of Education or on this

particular application of moral
and .spiritual values. All I will

say is that I very much doubt
that a teacher of Protestantism
or of Catholicism or of Judaism
would have given the same an-
swer.

The new Public School Relig-

ion thus has all the essential ele-

ments of the older religions. It is

evolving as a full-fledged com-
petitor of the older religions.

It would be presumptuous of
me to speak for Protestantism or

Catholicism. But as a religious

Jew I can say that I do not fear
this competition. Judaism has
survived far more serious com-
petitors during its long history.

It will undoubtedly survive com-
petition by the Public School
Religion.

What I do fear, however, is its

effect upon our children. I fear

the confusion and doubts and
guilt feelings that will be experi-

enced by our children who are
taught one religion in their

Bill had
gone upstairs to prepare for bed.

He was in the shower. And
throughout the house his adoles-

cent voice resounded, a voice

ling-Ing uncertainly from the

raggy remnant of childhood so-

prano to a basso as yet far from
firm or profound.

"And listen to what he is sing-

ing," continued Adelle, still apo-

logetic.

"Anyway, that's better than

his usual rock 'n roll shower
solos," said Lee.

My Fathers Died; Land of the

Pilgrims' Pride."

"Don't," advised Grandpop.

"Don't. I know why. I know."

Grandpop had been showing

Bill his valued old mahzor, print-

ed at Metz, in Hebrew with Ger-

manic-Yiddish translation, print-

ed on heavy, hand-made paper,

dated in Hebrew in the year

1768.

"I didn't know Jews lived there

that long," said Bill.

Grandpop turned the pages.

He came to the prayer called

"Unetanna Tokef." Bill recog-

nized the words as, softly,

Grandpop chanted them; Bill

had heard that prayer that day

at the synagogue.

"It means," explained Grand-

pop, "let us give strength to the

sacredness of the Day—the Day
of the New Year and the Day of

Yom Kippur." Grandpop intoned

the words and interpreted them
freely

:

"On Rosh Hoshonah the Lord

inscribes the judgment; and on

Yom Kippur the verdict is sealed

—who shall live, and who shall

die; who will die by flame and

who by water; who by sword and

who by hunger; who by pesti-

lence, who by . . .
."

"But this is so awful, Grand-

pop."

And Grandpop told Bill about

Rabbi Amnon of Mayence who,

in the Fourteenth Century, first

recited that prayer. The Arch-

bishop of Mayence had had Rab-

bi Amnon's hands and feet am-

putated because the rabbi had

refused to convert to Christi-

anity. On New Year's Day, Rab-

bi Amnon had himself brought

to the synagogue. There, he re-

cited this prayer: "Unetanna
Tokef." When the rabbi had

finished his prayer, he died . . .

and immediately his body dis-

appeared. Three nights later,

Rabbi Amnon appeared in a

dream before the famous Rabbi

Kalonymus, recited the prayer

again. On Yom Kippur, Rabbi

Kalonymus chanted "Unetanna

Tokef." And, since then, this

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prayer has been part of the Rosh
Hashonah-Yom Kippur ritual.

Bill wanted to know how far
back Jews had lived in that old

city of Mayence, and said he had
never heard of the place. Grand-
pop told him it is the city now
known as Mainz. He told of the
very old Jewish community in
Mayence; of the ancient Jewish
communities of Speyer, Worms
and Mayence which, as far back
as the year 1150, made an alli-

ance and organized a synod
which met periodically until the
end of the Fourteenth Century.
He told; Bill about how the Jews
of Mayence fought against con-
version; of how, in 1348 and
1349 they took to the streets to
fight against forcible conver-
sion; of how, when they saw the

i
fight was lost, they set fire to
their homes — mothers killed
their own children and commit-
ted suicide to escape baptism;
those who were still alive jump-
ed, en Tnasse, into the flames of
their o^ burning homes.

Bill shuddered but asked for
more. Grandpop told him about
the bravery of the Jews fighting
forcible baptism during the
Christian Crusades.

"That is where some of our
[fathers died," said Grandpop.

Bill confessed that uneasiness,
for the first time in his life, to

Grandpop. He could never quite
sing those words in America,
those words "Land where my
fathers died." "Because my fa-

thers," Bill said, "you, and my
father, did not die here . . . how
could I sing those words . . . they
seemed to me dishonest."

And Grandpop explained fur-
ther. Some of our fathers died
there, at Mayence, Some in the
gas chambers built by Hitler.

Some in the uprising in the War-
saw Ghetto, fighting the Nazis.
Others in the Sinai campaign
conducted by Israel in 1956. All,

all of these are our fathers.
There were Jews who fought in

the Revolutionary War in Amer-
ica; and in the Civil War, on
both sides ; and in the Big World
Wars. Back in Napoleon's time,
there were Jews in the armies
... on both sides.

Grandpop told Bill the story of
the French general under Na-
poleon who had observed one
soldier muttering strange words
each time the man fired his gun.
The general asked the man what
he was saying. The man explain-
ed: "I am a Jew, mon general;
each time I fire, I say the Shema
... the prayer that every Jew
must say before he dies. For you
see, mon general, my ball may
kill a fellow Jew across the lines.

This month, Deborah is back in

New York again, on her way to

work with Egyptian and Hun-
garian refugees in Brazil.

The last German displaced

persons camp for Jewish victims

of the Nazis, Foehrenwald, was
closed this year—she had helped

prepare its inmates to return to

the outside world. lt!> closing

represented the formal ending of

large-scale projects for World
War H refugees. Deborah's work
in Europe was completed, and

she was moving on with the ref-

ugees of this new era. .

Deborah's is the sto.ry of the

problems of health—: or ra.thei'i

the problems of readjustment to

the norrnal world which
, arose

fr,om ill health-r-among. the sur-

vivors of European Jewry who
were libeiated by the Allies from
concentration carnps and .placevS

of hiding.

, . At the end of the war,, she waS;

leading an uncomplicated life. as

a Latin and French teacher, at a.

Lisbon high schoo.lr When Jewish

refugee children began pouring

into the city, she volunteered to

help. Seeing the shocking extent

of physical and emotional dis-

turbances among them, she de-

cided to seek special training.

A similar realization of the

need for trained personnel to

work with the survivors led

NCJW to establish its overseas

scholarship program in 1946.

Council sought idealistic young-

social and public health workers

who would be capable, after ad-

vanced study, of training or

supervising others. Deborah was
in the first group of students to

arrive. Council sent h n- to gradu-

ate school at McGill University

in Montreal.

Upon graduation, she was
promptly hired by the Joint Dis-

tribution Committee for work
with refugees who had tuber-

culosis—a widespread disease

among survivors. She be^am'^ a

trouble-shooter in hospitals and

stayed until most of them had

emigrated, and then accepted the

job with the United HIAS vSer-

vice which is taking her to Sao

Paulo.

Since Deborah began the

studies which launched this

career. Council has granted 129

overseas scholarships.

By any test, the Israeli opera-

tion against Egypt in the Sinai

Peninsula and its aftermaths

ranks as the single most impor-

tant event of the Jewish year.

The welfare of Israel is not

the only significant interest of

Jews throughout the world. But
it is certainly a key interest and
any major event affecting Israel

automatically is a big Jewish

story. Moreover, there was no

single development anywhere
else in the Jewish world during

•5717 to challenge the dominance
of the Sinai story.

The actual military operation

had local, regional and inter-

national significance. It demon-
strated once again that Israel's

armed forces, substituting skill

and courage for shortages of ul-

tra-modern equipment, were
more than a match for a con-

script army of a mideast police

state, even though that army
was bountifully equipped with

the newest and deadliest weap-

ons from the Soviet arsenal.

Equally important was the

destruction of perhaps 90 per

cent of the millions of dollars

worth of Soviet war equipment

of which Egyptian Dictator Nas-

ser had so confidently counted

for use in smashing Israel at a

moment of his choosing. Not

even the new Soviet submarine

gifts to Egypt could diminish the

importance of the almost total

wreckage of Nasser's dream of a

mechanized blit::krieg against

Israel.

The Sinai operation was a de-

cisive factor in the beginning of

the downgrading of Nasser's

venomous efforts to dominate his

Arab neighbors and to tie them

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to his anti-Western and anti-

Israel chariot. The destruction of

Nasser's military potential also

was the indispensable prelimi-

nary for making it possible for

the Eisenhower Doctrine to start

functioning. Israel's deflation on
the Sinai plains of Nasser's self-

projected image to the Arab
masses as the Arab leader who
could destroy Israel was essential

before other Arab leaders could

pull away from Nasser's anti-

Western crusade.

Israel's struggle to retain

some gains from its brilliant des-

ert victory had equally signifi-

cant international ramifidations.

In the long debate which follow-

in the United Nations on with-

drawal, Israel made its case and
won worldwide sympathy as

never before.

That sympathy was most
clearly manifested in the reac-

tion of intense disapproval

among all of America's allies to

the announced readiness of the

Eisenhower Administration to

impose crippling economic sanc-

tions as a means of forcing com-
plete Israeli withdrawal from the

Sinai Peninsula. Whether the

Eisenhower Administration

would really have clamped down
the ultimate sanctions against

Israel will probably not be known
until key American officials in

the drama publish their memoirs.
What is known is that the hos-

tility of America's allies to all-

out American sanctions

strengthened Israel's determina-
tion to risk the Eisenhower
wrath that had compelled the
British and the French to pull

out of Egypt pell-mell.

The argument will continue in-

definitely on whether Israel won
any durable security gains from
the United Nations debate. But it

is hardly likely that the creation

of the United Nations Emergen-
cy Force — the first truly in-

ternational police force in world
history — will be rated as any-

thing but a gain for world se-

curity.

How long UNEF will last and
how long it will remain on the

Gaza Strip border and at Sharm
el Sheikh not even the UN secre-

tariat seems to know. But the

precedent of an international

police force as a stabilizing ele-

ment on explosive borders has

been set.

The effectiveness of the UN-
EF tranquilizer should not be

casually dismissed. There has
been a tremendous drop in in-

filtrations into Israel and the re-

occupation of the Gaza Strip by
Egypt was not accompanied by a

resumption of fedayeen raid&.

The Arabs have been making
menacing noises every time a
ship has passed through the Gulf
of Akaba bearing Israeli cargo
but the fact is that the ships are
going through the Gulf of Akaba
and the Straits of Tiran at the
mouth of the Gulf.

As long as Egyptian guns were
in a position at Sharm el Sheikh,
Israeli shipping was barred from
the waterway and Elath was a
dead port. At the very least, the
UNEF stabilizer at Sharm el

Sheikh is giving Israel a chance
to build up the all-important pre-

cedents for the international

status of the waterway.

Not the least of the conse-

qences of the Sinai operation was
the test which developed for the
loyalty to Israel of American
Jews. The aftermath included

the development of an open and
avowed conflict for the first time
in the history of American Zion-

ism between the overwhelming-
ly pro-Israel sentiments of

American Jews and the hostile

position of a President of the

United States about an act of

Israel.

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THE JEWISH FAMILY IN AMERICA
By Melvin Green

The success of American Jews
in adapting themselves to the

needs and the freedoms of Amer-
ica's industrialized economy may
be producing one of the most
mobile, isolated and stress-rid-

den families in Jewish history.

This is the picture of the mod-
ern Jewish family which
emerges from an analysis by
Columbia University sociologist

Sidney Aronson, who has sum-
marized recent research studies

on the Jewish family in the

United States.

Dr. Aronson, in presenting his

findings to the Second General,

Assembly of the Synagogue
Council of America, declared that

the middle class white urban Pro-

testant family has become a

kind of model for the Jewish
family.

Most of the features of the

"typical" American family—con-

trary to the views both of Pro-

testants and emulating Jews

—

are not "natural" at all, if the

comparison is with the family

patterns of the old world from
which came most Americans or

their ancestors. In the history of

the family as a social institution,

the American version is quite

unique.

In the same way, Dr. Aronson
pointed out, the Jewish family

of the old world and of the early

period of the ghetto, is both "na-

tural" and very different from
the American Jewish family of

today.

What are some of the unique

features of the modern Ameri-
can family, which are true in

large degree both of the non-

Jewish and Jewish family alike?

One is the custom of "free

mate choice," which historically

is very unusual, says Dr. Aron-
son. Much more typical histori-

cally is the "institution of ar-

ranged marriage." Dr. Aronson
notes that arranged marriage
was the normal pattern of the

European shtetl and that "mar-
riage for love was a privilege of

poverty. To the Jew, as to so

many people in the world, love

was the result of marriage and
not a prerequisite to it."

Another striking feature of

the American family is its com-
position of husband, wife and
dependent children. In the old

world, the family meant all re-

lations, typified by the idea of

the Jewish "mishpocheh." The
joint household of three genera-

tions living under the same roof

in the shtetl was common. A
three-generation family—Jewish
or otherwise—is practically non-

existent in modern American
suburbia.

Equally unusual is the isola-

tion of this two-generation fami-

ly. Young married couples are

not only supposed to live alone

but they are also supposed to live

on their own. TTie right to be

old enough to get married and to

move away from "in-law inter-

ference" carries with it the ob-

ligation on the young newly-

weds to build and support their

new household without outside

help.

This modern American family

is not only isolated but, for the

same reasons, it is also unsup-
ported. Even in times of severe

troubles, the two young adults

try to work out their problems
on their own. No help is expect-

ed from the two sets of in-laws,

either in setting up the new
household or in working out

problems arising in the mar-

riage. A point not noted by Dr.

Aronson is that the demand for

in-laws as baby-sitters is high

and lucky feels the couple who
has at least one set of in-laws

who will serve as baby-sitters

without thereby "assuming" the

"right" to offer suggestions on

child-rearing.

Another historically unusual

feature of this family is that

its structure is symmetrical, that

is, neither patriarchal nor ma-
triarchal. Within the immediate

family, Dr. Aronosn finds, this

symmetry "is indicated by a re-

lationship of equality between
husband and wife." This an

equality, he also notes, which can

be more apparent than real.

Another distinctive feature is

the decay in feelings of responsi-

bility to needy parents, whether
the need is for help in the form
of money, or in attention and
love. Thanks partly to social se-

curity and pensions, married sons

and daughters are "let off the

hook" in providing support to

aged parents. The aged in the

United States tend to become se-

parated and isolated from their

married children. Apparently

there has never been in past his-

tory — certainly not in Jewish

history — anything comparable

to the "colonies of elderly per-

sons" which have mushroomed
in- the warmer parts of the Unit-

ed States.

From the sociological view-

point, this American family is a

response to industrialization, ur-

banization and, in more recent

years, suburbanization. In per-

sonal terms, the factors of the

desire for success and for the

symbols of success, also have
tremendous influence on this

pattern of family living.

The economic opportunities

created by industrialization re-

quire two kinds of mobility

—

geographical and vertical. Geo-

graphically, a man must be

ready to move to whatever part
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of the United States is required

for a better position. Vertically,

he must also be free to move up
the ladder of success. Freedom
from kinship ties is necessary to

both kinds of mobility.

The man-vi^ife-child family
pattern interferes least with the

demands of the industrial socie-

ty. The two-generation family
has the basic effect of isolating

its members from relatives. This
isolation means less contact be-

tween the adults of the modern
family and their relatives. This
situation, in turn, fits the de-

mands made by the struggle for

success on the time left for his

family.

This family is nicely adapted
to the demands of twentieth-cen-

tury American industrialism but
there is a price. Apparently this

family is less satisfactory as a

vehicle both for individual sat-

isfactions and the perpetuation
and transmission of values in

which the family—especially the

Jewish family—has been of cri-

tical importance throughout his-

tory.

Another price is the frequent
absence of integration between
the husband and wife of this

modern American family. Dr.

Aronson blames this on "the hus-

band's over-involvement with
success and the wife's over-in-

volvement with the community
. . . and join under-involvement
with the home."

Even children, historically a

strong integrating force in mar-
riage relationships, are sometime
resented "because they curb the

individualistic activities of both
husband and wife."

Dr. Aronson's thesis is that

the present-day Jewish family is

very much like the non-Jewish
family. In fact, he believes that
the Jewish home in America "is

more American than most home
in the United States." The forces

which have produced the modern
American family "are especially

operative in the Jewish family."

The lone e::ception seems to be
the concept of romantic love has
not yet become strong among

American Jews to weaken en-

dogamous restrictions—that is,

American Jews are still marry-
ing Jews.

In most other respects, how-
ever, the American Jewish fami-
ly may be more mobile, more
isolated, more individualistic,

more unsupported and subject to

greated pressures than compara-
ble non-Jewish urban and subur-

ban families.

It is a Jewish family striking-

ly different from the Jewish
families of the past by which
Jewish continuity was assured,

particularly in terms of mutual
Jewish aid. "The Jewish family

today is very mobile," says Dr.

Aronson, "and mobility and
strong family solidarity are mu-
tually exclusive."

ed to all Americans to support a
policy which his Jewish audience
felt was wrong. He warned that
Israel's course was dangerous to

American security, a plain state-

ment that those Americans who
supported it conceivably might
be hurting the security of their

country.

If ever any Jewry might have
been expected to run for cover
and leave Israel in the lurch, it

was an American Jewry con-

fronted by the anti-Israel anger
of the President of the United
States.

Nothing of the sort happened.
Jews throughout the United
States stood firm, challenged the

Tightness of the Eisenhower
stand, as each new development
unfolded. By resolution and by
contributions, they steadfastly

opposed a policy — even a policy

of the President — which they
thought was wrong.

No one can predict what the

year 5718 will bring in final de-

feat or ultimate triumph for the

gains which flowed from the

Sinai operation. But a prediction

is in order that the solidarity dis-

played by American Jews in the

greatest crisis of their dedication

to Israel will endure.

A LIVING JUDAISM

This is a sermon delivered at Temple Israel of Jamaica, New York, by
Mr. Pollens, in June of this year. The Editor

You have probably heard

about Professor Arnold Toynbee
and his ten volumes on a study of

history in which he makes a

great many anti-Semitic accusa-

tions. Among other things, he

says that Judaism is a dead cul-

ture and a "fossilized relic of a

dead Syriac civilization." "Zion-

ist in particular," he writes, "are

receivers of a bequest left by
that dead culture." I can just vis-

ualize the eminent professor

blushing as he is reading the

daily headlines showing Israel as

the center of world-shaking

events. These Jewish fossils

must have indeed suddenly come

to life in Walt Disney fashion. I

could perhaps understand some
other accusations made agains

the Jews, but can you imagine
calling them dead fossils?

Two generations ago, when
our grandparents escaped the

progroms and ghettos of Eastern
Europe, many of them came to

America. With them they
brought a Jewish culture and re-

ligion which was a living one in

the old world. In fact, their abil-

ity to hold on to it in the face of

so many threats was perhaps the

major reason they were left.

ably hard-to-sell items as Lowen-

special circumstances present

only at the Riverdale Temple and
that the results would therefore

be of no practical value as a new
approach to the problem of

bringing more Jews together

with more Jewish books for per-

manent partnerships.

Rabbi Shulman replies that

what is being done annually at

sthe Riverdale Temple should be

feasible for any substantial con-

gregation. He denies the exist-

ence of any unique factors at

Riverdale Temple as ejcplana-

- tions for the results .-
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This does not mean that any
synagogue can undertake such a

project with automatic assurance

of success. But the techniques

used at Riverdale Temple can be
used, Rabbi Shulman feels, by
any congregation willing to make
the attempt and to follow the

basic rules developed at River-

dale Temple.

Rabbi Shulman emphasizes
that no special sales training of

congregants is necessary, nor
any elaborate bookkeeping, nor
any professional promotion of

the book fair. All personnel have
been drawn from the human re-

sources of the synagogue. All

work was performed on a volun-
•teer basis. Not only were ex-

penses almost non-existent but
book profits added a useful con-

tribution to the Temple's budget
Publishers were hesitant to

send books on consignment for

the first fair. Since then, pub-
lishers, including both the Jew-
ish houses and the general pub-
lishers, have been eager to co-

operate; the fair sells their

books.

The fair is a project of the
Parents Association and was
launched not on the initiative of
the rabbi, but at the suggestion
of a congregant, Myron P. Ber-
man, then president of the Par-
ents' Association.

So the first requirement is a
congregation auxiliary sold on
the idea of a book fair.

Rabbi Shulman stresses that
of equal importance is an in-

terested rabbi. He believes that
if he had discouraged the idea
when it was first proposed, it

never would have been started.

The rabbi's fervent interest is

essential to advance promotion
of the project, since he can swing
all the authority of his office be-
hind it. With the emphasis on
the do-it-yourself approach, pro-
motion for the event has been
primarily through the rabbi's

normal congregation, such as at
services, meetings of auxiliaries,

the synagogue school classes and
through the congregation, bul-
letin. The rabbi must spark the
event, support the congregation
wholeheartedly and even select

and push the books in all possi-

ble ways in advance of the actual
fair.

A concession was made at the
third fair to paid promotion in

the form of advertising in the

local paper. The fair also benefit-

ed from publicity in the same
newspaper, as the annual event

attracted wider community at-

tention.

For each fair, attractively-dec-

orated booths are set up in the
Temple's large gymnasium, one
booth for each category of books.

Members of the Parents Associa-

tion have a wonderful time set-

ting up the booths and providing
the decorations. They still have
enough energy left to man the

booths and sell books during the
fair.

The formula then is a sub-

stantial congregation, with at

least one auxiliary whose sched-
ule is not so jammed that it can-

not handle such a project, and a
rabbi willing to give the fair his

unstinting support.

Concluded from Page 83

homes and religious schools and
a different religion in their pub-

lic schools. Because of our chil-

dren we must oppose the intro-

duction of any form of religion

in the public schools.

We too must be wise and
diligent and courageous to see to

it that this wall is not breached

in the public schools.

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practices seem strange, unneces-

sary, and antiquated to us, we
must remember that in their life

it was something very much
alive and apropriate to their sit-

uation. This was the most effec-

tive method they had for their

Social Action.

However, the mistake many of

them made when they came to

this country was to try and im-

pose upon American Jewry the

practices and customs that they

had set up in Eastern Europe.

They were not aware that their

children, who are the parents of

my generation, would find such
practices as an all-Hebrew ser-

vice and prayers for the messiah
not meaningful or appropriate in

a democratic free America. Un-
fortunately, the result was that

many of our parents were driven

away from Judaism altogether.

This feeling on their part result-

ed in a gradual drifting away
from Jewish identification. We,
therefore, find that from 1920
until World War II Judaism lost

many worthwhile minds and fol-

lowers. It was at this point that

Judaism in America v/as in very
much danger of becoming fossil-

ized. Our parents were running
away from Judaism because, un-

fortunately, they were beginning
to feel that Professor Toynbee
was correct . . . that they were
legatees of a dead culture. For
exarriple, some of our grandpar-

ents believed that if a war broke

out the only thing they ought to

do was to go to synagogue and
pray for the Messiah. It was Bia-

lick in the "City of Slaughter"

who urged the Jews to get up and
fight back when the progroms
took place in Russia. More re-

cently Ben Gurion followed Bia-

lick's teachings by authorizing

the Israeli Army to march
against Nasser.

Louis Cassels, a special writer

for the New York World Tele-

gram, points out the followizig

in an article entitled "The Call of

Judaism Becomes Stronger" . . .

"For many years prior to World
War II rabbis watched with

mounting concern as one Jewish

family aftei' another abandoned
its ties with the synagogue.

Comparatively few were con-

verted to Christianity or to other

faiths; most simply drifted

away from any religious identi-

fication as part of a process of

assimilation in secular American
culture." Since the end of World
War II, however, a remarkable

cl.ange has taken place. In the

past ten years there has been a

tremendous revival of Jews com-
ing back to the fold. This is par-

ticularly true in Reform Judaism
where the number of Temple
members had tripled, starting

from a figure of only 250,000 in

1945 to 750,000 as of May 1955.

Orthodox and Conservative Ju-

daism followed Reform and
made theirs more meaningful
and living so that in 1955 we had
3,000 Orthodox congregations,

500 Conservative, and 500 Re-

form Temples.

What did Reform Judaism do

to make our faith live? During
World War II many soldiers

came out of Jewish homes where
they did not understand the re-

ligion practiced in them.
Through contact with Reform
chaplains, they were amazed to

find that they could pray in Eng-
lish and live Judaism.

Youth also joined in this Re-

ligious Revival. I am proud that

they have been so productive

that the National Federation of

Ttmple Youth, called NFTY, is

now celebrating its 18th birth-

day. I'his is Chai Year. Chai Year
—what does it sound like to you ?

Would it be a busy year? Would
it be a good year? Or would it be

a year which is alive? Chai, in

Hebrew, means 18. To NFTY it

has a two-fold significance. Chai

also means "life," or "living."

Therefore, it is appropriate that

we discuss as our topic tonight

"Judaism Alive." This year is es-

pecially devoted to highlighting

this theme. In Temple youth

groups throughout the country,

special projects are being worked

lars. Temple youth groups have

brought Sabbath services on tape

to many hospitals. Some temple

groups have taken on a very dif-

ficult project—Institute on Ju-

daism to give Christians an un-

derstanding of our faith. I could

spend many hours just listening

to what Temple 'teens all over

the country have done to make
Judaism live. Living Judaism
means not just saying good
things, but transmuting belief

into practice . . . putting the les-

sons found in the Bible, such as

"Love thy neighbor as thyself,"

or lessons from the prophets

such as "Seek Justice," "Relieve

the oppressed," and "Do justly,

love mercy, and walk humbly
with thy God," into our lives. We
do not believe, like some of our
ancestors, that all we have to do
is pray and God of the Messiah
would put a better and just life

into our lap. We have a co-part-

nership with God in creating for

ourselves and others a better and
just life. By rasing slums and

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PARTING THE CURTAIN OF THE

JEW<iSH FUTURE

Among certain savage tribes

in darkest Africa, the anthropo-

logists report, it is established

custom to behead the bearer of

sad tidings. In tvs^entieth-century

American Jewish life, he is

greeted with the respectful at-

tention of convention delegates

who have come from far dis-

tances to listen to his gloomy
forebodings.

Not all of the forecasters of

the future Jewish community
found during the past year noth-
ing but dissolution in their Jew-
ish divinations. Nor were the
predictions of American-Jewish
decline allowed in all cases to

pass without dissent. Some
happy forecasters were heard at

conventions assembled ; some
gloomy ones were sharply chal-

lenged. Whatever the mood of
the prophet, or of his audience,

5737 was a big year for those
who ventured to part in public
the curtains of the Jewish fu-
ture.

It is not journalistic quibbling
to note that such a prophet
gambles nothing of his profes-
sional status in these exercises.

When a man in his fifties, ad-
dressing an audience of his peers
in years, asserts that such and
such and such will be the shape
of things to come 50 years from
the time the prediction is made,
it is safe to add a corollary pre-
diction that neither he nor his

audience are likely to be present
at the appointed time to check
the accuracy of his forecast
against the status quo. The most
that he risks is a charge of du-
bious optimism if his future
mood is a sunny one or a com-
plaint of unwarranted pessimism
if his projection is cloudy.

If the past year was unusually
productive of such public peep-
ings into the crystal ball, this

may be considered legitimate

grounds for a deduction that the
American Jewish community
must be in fairly good health ; it

is axiomatic that a corpse has no
future to speculate about.

On the whole, nevertheless,

the platform prophets of the

American-Jewish future who got
into the public prints — which is

not necessarily the reason, or

even a reason, why they made
the predictions in the first place

— were weighted on the side of

gloom.

Professor Oscar Hand] in, for

instance, reported a conviction

that Jewish institutions would
not be able to resist the crushing

impact of twentieth century

American pressures toward a

more homogenous national cul-

ture. The unique freedom of

American life for the Jew held

out to Dr. Handlin only the pro-

spect of Jews and Gentiles be-

coming practically indistinguish-

able, "no more set apart than,

say, the Methodists from the

Baptists."

The danger, as this historian

saw it, was not so much that the

Jewish community would vanish,

but rather that "its culture

would become a museum piece,

preserved out of curiosity and
ancestral piety, but devoid of

meaning." Dr. Handlin did not

say so but everyone knows that

people visit a museum — when
they do go — to see the past of

a civilization, not its future.

Dr. Jacob R. Marcus, a Reform
rabbi with perhaps more status

than Dr. Handlin as a historian

of matters Jewish, also foresaw
— in 50 years — an American
Jew closely resembling his Gen-
tile neighbor, physically, in dress
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and in speech. With an assurance

perhaps related to the fact that

he will almost certainly not be

called to account in the year

2,000 C. E., Dr. Marcus predicted

that Jewish names will be so

Anglicized at that time as to no
longer be a clue to a Jewish

identification. If there are then

still remaining either anti-Semi-

tes or Jewish fund-raisers, this

development alone will have
made their professional hves

hardly worth living in the first

half of the twenty-first century.

Reform Rabbi Marcus foresees

a preservation of the Dietary

Laws by the American Jew of

2000, with the additional pre-

diction that "kosher style" food

will be popular among Jews and
Gentiles alike as a "delectalbe

aspect of transculturation." Dr.
Marcus has his headquarters in

Cincinnati and not in Gotham
and therefore may be pardoned
for confusing prophesy with
fact. Hot pastrami, corned beef,

bagels and lox, knishes, etc, are a
delectable aspect for Jews and
Gentiles right now throughout
New York and Suburbia.

A prediction a little closer to

the present was offered by Dr.

Philip M. Hauser, chairman of

the Sociology Department of the
University of Chicago, in an ad-

dress to a lay convention. He
based his forecast on the "mo-
bility of social, economic and
geographic trends," which are
undeniably rolling along at a

ferocious pace in our time, a
trend hardly likely to be revers-

ed for a while, if a short range
forecast may be permitted.

This increasing pace of social

change, said Dr. Hauser, will

make it "increasingly difficult

for the Jewish group to main-
tain its identity in the coming

Greetings
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generations." A certain result, in

his prediction of things to come,
will be the disappearance of dis-

tinctive forms of Jewish life in

the United States within the

next 25 years. A fairly substant-

ial number of members of his

audience, including those read-

ing this report, may well be ad-

vised to circle 1980 or therea-

bouts on their hundred-year cal-

endars. Predictions are risky, of

course, but it is not entirely

fanciful that Dr. Hauser may yet

eat crow, Kosher-style, in full

view of the delegates at some
American Jewish convention in

1982.

Among those who viewed the

American Jewish future as one

likely to remain Jewish may be

listed three rabbiai Orthodox,

Conservative and Reform.

Orthodox Rabbi Solomon J.

Sharfman told his colleagues at

a rabbinical conclave that by the

year 2OQ0 most American Jews

found in this or that religious

book, there is no arguing the

matter—it is entirely a question

of individual reaction. And I

didn't argue the matter, though

I was surprised to find that a

man who had taught Jewish Sun-

day School couldn't find enough
warmth of feeling in the Psalms

(from which Christians too have
drawn so muuch inspiration over

the ages), in the Song of Songs,

the Book of Isaiah, and so on.

But we have many "Jewnitari-

ans," rabbis and Jewish intellec-

tuals who presume to speak in

the name of Judaism, who are

more subtle in their pronounce-

ments on this matter than the

midwestern Jewish lawyer, who
do not directly call upon Jews to

accept the New Testament but
who engage in such mental acro-

batics that their hearers are

finally led to believe that the Old
and the New Testaments are

really one and that if one accepts

the former one may just as well

accept the other.

Only recently I attended a lec-

ture here in New York by a

young man under thirty on the

subject of "Jewish Thought in

New Testament Times." The
Jecture was held under non-Jew-
ish auspices before a small mixed
audience of Jews and Christians.

The young man, of whom I had
never heard before, was intro-

duced as a rabbi who is now en-

gaged in scholarly research and
lecturing on Juduaism. Though I

do not wish to identify him any
further, I can assure the reader

fo his solid Jewish background,

which starts with his childhood

in a Hassidic atmosphere in the

Old Country.

There were two points made
during his talk which I after-

wards challenged: (1) Eery-
thing which Jesus preached can
be found in the Talmud

; (2) Je-

sus was in reality an adherent of

the Pharisees, the main Jewish
sect of his day, the authoritative

exponents of Judaism. How, I

asked, could he square the doc-

trine of "putting up the other

cheek" with Judaism? How could

he identify Jesus with the Phari-

sees when, according to the New
Testament, Jesus proscribed

them, told his followers not to

be "like the Scribes and Phari-
sees?" Wouldn't it be more
plausible to associate Jesus—as

many Jews and Christians have
associtaed him, particularly

since the discovery of the Dead
Sea Scrolls—wtih the sect of Es-

senes, a Jewish communistic sect

which was outside the main
stream of Jewish life in those

days ?

No, the young rabbi insisted

stubbornly, Jesus was a Phari-

see, and as to his condemnation
of that sect, "the New Testa-
ment put words into the mouth
which he never said." With re-

gard to the doctrine of "putting

up the other cheek," this was
said in disapproval of the old

Mosaic law, "an eye for an eye,

a tooth for a tooth," but the

Jews themselves had by the time

of Jesus modified this severe,

perhaps cruel, form of justice by
substituting for it a money pay-

ment as penalty for an injury

done, said the rabbi.

The intelligent reader should

find no difficulty in seeing

through the sophistries, the

mental juggling, involved in the

reply, which I have reproduuced

here almost verbatim. Do we.

Christians or Jews, know any-

thing else about Jesus that what
the New Testament tells about

him? Are there any records of

those days about Jesus which
contradict the New Testament?
No, there aren't, and since there

aren't, we Jews and Christians

must necessarily equate Jesus

with the. New Testament, regard

them as indissolubly linked, just

as we muse regard Moses and the

Old Testament, or King David
and the Old Testament, as in-

dissolubly linked, because we
have no other records of these
religious leaders than those that
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are to be found in the Hebrew
Bible.

It is true, as the young rabbi
says, that the severe law of "an
eye for an eye" was softened in

later times, but does this mean
that Judaism also accepted the
doctrine of "putting up the other
cheek?" Of course not, Judaism
is a religious way of life which
reckons with the possibilities of

human nature, which tries to up-
lift that human nature instead of

going contrary to it. Judaism,
based as it is on the concept of

Justice, cannot demand of its

followers that they "resist not
evil."

All this is so elementary that
surely a young man who bears
the title of rabbi should have
known it. There he is, however,
the young Jewish spiritual or

intellectual leader, with his ideol-

ogy of basic agrement between
the ethics of Judaism and Chris-

tianity, ready to lend a helping
hand to the assimilatory forces,

since he believes that his rep-

resents the wave of the future.

This writer would be the last

to deny that there are areas of

agreement between Judaism and
Christianity. He would even be
willing to admit, if better Jewish
scholars than he could prove it

to him, that Trude Weiss-Ros-
marin in her book, Judaism and
Christianity — the Differences,

exaggerated those differences to

a considerable extent. But when
these "Jewnitarians" — scholars

or otherwise — endeavor by
sophistry to prove that there are
no differences whatsoever in the
ethics of Judaism and Christiani-

ty he rises up in revolt. He feels

he has a right to protest because
he has enough knowledge about
Judaism to defy even the schol-

ars, if you wish to call them such
among the "Jewnitarians."

What is the moral of all the
above, as far as American Jewish
life of today and tomorrow is

concerned ? Does it mean that we
must go into a dither, that we
must exaggerate the threat to

Jewish life in America that is

involved in thsee antics of the
"Jewnitarians." Certainly not!

While they are preaching their

doctrine of Jewish-Christian eth-

ical similarity, thousands of rab-

bis, Jewish writers and lecturers

are preaching and teaching true

Judaism to at least two million

Jewish listeners in the United
States, and their message of true

Judaism comes through.
But Jewis as well as Gentiles

in this present-day American
social atmosphere are beginning
to manifest some disquieting
schizoid tendencies — the desire
to act one way and feel and think
another way. This may in the
long run prove to be worse for
the spiritual health of the Ame-
rican Jewish community than
losses through complete assimi-
lation. The new suburban com-
munity which establishes a syna-
gogue for a social purpose and
for no other, believing as it does
that in a religious sense there is

no difference whatsoever be-
tween its Jewish members and
its Christian neighbors, is a com-
munity of split personalities, act-
ing as Jews in an ethnic sense
but thinking and feeling relig-

iously as Christians — which
makes "Jewnitarians" of them,
people who are sometimes one
thing, sometimes another.

Such people have to be con-
stantly indoctrinated with the
true spirit of Judaism. It isn't

an easy job in this present-day
American atmosphere in which
we are living, in this atmosphere
of constant technological ad-
vances which have an ever great-
er tendency to robotize people, to

standardize individuals and
groups, to wipe out precious re-

ligious-cultural traditions, par-
ticularly if they are the religious-

cultural traditions of a minority
group. But our American rabbis
and lay leaders, who may begin
to despair as they note the as-

similatory tendencies in Ameri-
can Jewish life, particularly

among the non-Orthodox, should
ask themselves: "When was it

ever an easy thing to remain a
Jew? "Schwer tzu zein a Yid,"
"hard to be a Jew," was our cry
throughout the centuries.

And yet, much as we have ac-

complished with the help of Is-

rael Bonds, we are faced with

economic problems at least as

grave as those which we have

met and solved during the past

nine years. On the one hand, we
must strengthen the progress we
have already made. These are

not haphazard or one-time gains.

They are trends, milestones

along an upward road. On the

other hand, this new crescendo of

immigration must be met, wel-

comed and absorbed into our

population.

And we must still be alert to

the needs of defense, though our

most profound desire is for

peaceful cooperation with our

Arab neighbors.

I cannot over-emphasize how
much we pray for peace in the

Middle East, so that we and the

States which surround us can

devote all our resources to eco-

nomic and cultural development.

We must maintain our ability

to defend ourselves. And at the

same time we must continue

overall economic development as

a matter of urgency, because new
industry and new agriculture

must be ready to absorb these

hundreds of thousands of new-
comers, already waiting to be

taken to Israel.

For the one hundred thousand
immigrants coming in this year,

we estimate that close to two
hundred million dollars have to

be spent for their immediate
needs. This does not include the

full financing of a program to

make the 1957 immigrants inte-

grated and self-supporting citi-

zens. It covers only such basic re-

quirements as transport to Isra-

el, care in camps, necessary

health, welfare, and educational

work, work projects for immedi-
ate enployment and, of course,

housing. On this sum, housing,

including community building,

will take more than one hundred
million dollars. It means building

twenty-five to thirty thousand
homes, plus the necessary com-
munity building such as schools,

clinics, and village centers. And
we estimate that, with the cur-

rent immigration to Israel, we
shall have to spend almost the

same amount for housing each

year for the next five years.

To meet this crisis in housing,

we are now looking outside Is-

rael for the means which are

simply not available to us at

home. Many of you know that

one of the main reasons for my
presence in the United States

now is to find more private in-

vestment for building in Israel.

We have asked the Israel Bond
organization and our good
friends who, through their past

purchases, are members of the

Israel Bond family, to take on

an additional responsibility.

Bonds are now being issued in a

new and special denomination of

three thousand dollars, specifi-

cally for immigrant housing.

Those who buy the new Bonds
will be investing directly into

building homes for newcomers to

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Israel—and they will be known
as Builders of Israel.

And housing is only the most
immediate of our problems in ab-

The newcomers must be given

the chance to become useful, pro-

ductive citizens. And we in turn,

need their training, their skill,

their abihties to help us to de-

velop our State.

We have already put into ef-

fect long-range development pro-

grams into which this year's im-
migrants—and those of the next
four years—can be fitted almost
immediately after the initial ab-

sorption process. We are concen-

trating on our two major eco-

nomic fronts : agriculture and in-

dustry. We have begun a four-

year plan for development of our
agricultural resources. Our tar-

get date is 1960.

We are pushing ahead with
our irrigation network, bringing
water from the north to the arid

south. TTie second Yarkon-Negev
pipeline will soon be completed,

putting all the flow of the Yar-
kon River into productive ser-
vice. The Western Galilee-Kishon

project, with a major pipeline

and auxiliary wells, will irrigate

large areas extending east from
Haifa toward the Jordan Valley.

We are putting most emphasis
on industrial development, which
is dependent on the enterprising

spirit, the capital available, and
our ability to produce at competi-
tive prices for export. Here, the
manpower added by the newcom-
ers and their enterprising spirit

plays a vital part. It has been
said that an army, attacking and
winning new ground, opens the
way for two armies which fol-

lows it. In the same way, each of

our immigrants, eager to make a
place for himself, prepares
places for two or three who will

come after him.

We will, therefore, stress our
primary and secondary chemical
industry. Though God has not
favoured Israel with the vast
and varied mineral resources of

the United States, we are rapidly

exploiting what we have. We
have only begun to exploit Dead
Sea potash, and our goal is a

million tons a year, in exportable

compounds as well as the raw
state.

In the north, Fertilizers and
Chemicals, Israel's largest indus-

trial unit, is now in full produc-

tion and is beginning expansion.

Just before I left Israel, the di-

rectors of this great factory

were discussing the setting-up of

a dozen subsidiary plants for in-

dustrial chemicals, using their

own by-products and those of the

nearby refinery.

Electrochemical Industries,

built largely through private

American investment, will dou-

ble its production of caustic soda

and chlorine. And this is an in-

dustry based largely on ordinary

salt, which is plentiful in Israel.

What we have, we use

!

We will increase our produc-

tion of pharmaceuticals, long-

established in Israel. We have
only begun to develop our plastic

industry. We are now working
out details for making electron-

ic instruments on a large scale.

Only a few months ago, ground
was broken for a great new ray-

on factory, involving many mil-

lions of dollars of private Ameri-
can investment. This year, the

great iron and steel complex near

Acre began smelting iron for use

by our own rolling mills. Blast

furnaces now being assembled
will enable us to produce our own
iron and steel, using ore from the

Menara mountains in Galilee.

Several new power stations will

supply this great industrial ex-

pansion with all the electricity

they need for years to come. Our
power grid is in the process of

covering the entire country, and
we are balancing our redistribu-

tion of the population by dispers-

ing industry to places wherever
manpower is available.

I must tell you that these great

programs are being undertaken
with a renewed spirit and deter-

mination since our campaign in

Sinai.

To Israel, the most immediate
result of the Sinai operation has

The development of Elath has

already captured the imagination

and the enthusiasm of the free

world. Here, in what was only

ilast year, a small fishing village,

is now Israel's window to the

south. A deep-sea harbour now
being built will in time be able to

handle half a million tons of Is-

rael's export a year. Our trade

I routes to the vast markets of

Asia and Africa are open, and

we intend to keep them open.

We hail the United States af-

firmation that the Gulf of Aqaba
is an international waterway,

open to free and innocent pas-

sage to ships of all nations.

Now, as we increase our pro-

duction of fertilizers, cement,

building materials, chemicals,

and industrial goods of every de-

scription, we can take them down
the Gulf to nations eager for

them—some of these countries

as new or newer than our own
with which we have already be-

gun to trade.

Last year, with the urgent de-

fense build-up climaxing in the

Sinai campaign, was a year of

emergency for Israel. The year
before that, with the thousands
of Jews fleeing from North Afri-

ca, was also a year of emergency.
This year, with the beginning of

this tremendous wave of immi-
gration, is again one of emerg-
ency. It seems—and it is true

—

that Israel passes from one
emergency to the next.

Yet, has not emergency been
the very essence of our Jewish
history all these past centuries

of wandering? For the first time
we now have a place where each
emergency, as it is met and
solved, becomes constructive be-

cause it builds toward a time
when, in Israel need no longer
fear.
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Today, faced with the same
kind of mass migration, Israel

must be ready to receive all

those who, by the Law of Re-

turn which is the very founda-

tion of our State, have the right

to enter.

If they come in owning noth-

ing but their hope, we welcome
them and give them the means
for a new life. And, remember,
we do not mean only temporary
relief. We mean to give them a

proud and useful future for the

rest of their lives and for the

children who will one day take

their place. In turn, they will

help us to build our strength.

In a short time we shall cele-

brate our tenth anniversary as

an independent State—ten years

in which we have accomplished

so much. This is a landmark for

us, and for all Jews as well.

But we have come only part of

the way. There are still places in

the world where Jews are suf-

fering because they are Jews.

The State of Israel is not yet

strong enough economically, not

yet politically or militarily se-

cure enough.

In our next decade, we shall

have to continue building on the

foundations we have laid. We will

strengthen our economy, we will

make our defenses firm, we will

make our political position im-

pregnable.

Let us hope and pray that we
shall fulfill our destiny. May we
have the vision to see what lies

ahead, the courage to make the

right decisions, and the strength,

in both spirit and physical re-

sources, to our vision fact and

truth.

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of synagogues take advantage of

twentieth century materials and
techniques. They convinced them
that there was neither an ever-

lasting' or a 'typically Jewish'

style, and that a temple, in order
to be appropriate, had only to be
in harmony with the tenets of

American Judaism. Whether a
congregation was orthodox, con-

servative or reform, the day-
light from large aertures was
necessary so that the prayerbook
could be read without eye strain,

and good accoustics, so that the
sermon could be heard. Pews had
to be comfortable and arranged
so that every congregant would
observe distinctly the ceremonies
at and around the Aron Kodesh."

"Please forgive me, if my
question sounds surprised—was
comfort all that was required?
If I remember correctly, my pro-

fessors told us that good old

Vitruvius insisted that a build-

ing, in order to be perfect, must
have 'beauty,' in addition to

'utility' and 'strength'. The syna-
gogues of your time—some, I

understand, are still standing,

but I have had no chance to see

them—must have looked very
much like any better public

building, devoid of anything to

distinguish them from a school,

or a library ..."

"What you are now saying, my
young friend, was said by critical

people forty or fifty years ago.

Even those in favor of a contem-
porary style complained that
some architects, in their under-
standable objection to anything
recalling the old 'gingerbread'

style, sometimes went too far in

their reaction : they replaced the

overdecorated stone boxes of the

past with constructions of ce-

ment, steel, and glass so utterly

devoid of ornaments as to be
tedious taken in at a glance, they
did not call for second look. But
I can assure you that we archi-

tects were quick to realize that

something important was miss-

ing : emotional content, in accord

with the building's purpose. We
came to the conclusion that a

barely visible Star of David or

Menorah over the entrance, in

a window, or somewhere on the

wall, was not enough. We decid-

ed to call upon painters, sculp-

tors, mosaicists who, by orna-

menting the facade, would en-

hance its beauty and make per-

fectly clear the spiritual signifi-

cance of the edifice."

"Art termed 'abstract' or 'non-

figurative' was in great vogue
then. Did American Jews per-

mit it to be used to embellish the

House of God?"

"It is ironic that many people

who had no real interest in art

recommended abstract art as a

lesser evil. I'hey argued that it

was more akin to Judaim, and
more productive of an austere

sacred atmosphere than realistic

art which, they held, was bound
to distract the worshipper. Ac-
tually abstract art, far from
being a pacifying element, led to

hot controversies — simply be-

cause the majority of worship-
pers, particularly in cities with-
out large museums and galleries,

were baffled by what they saw
on the walls. 'My boy of five

can do better than that!' was a

frequent argument. The younger
members, however, who had
seen exhibitors of Mondrian,
Kandinsky, and Klee, and of

their scores of American dis-

ciples, were fascinated by the
new offerings. Many an individ-

ual came to a synagogue mainly
on account of the publicity,

favorable or otherwise, that ac-

companied the installation of a

rather controversial Burning
Bush sculpture, or the unveiling

of a quite unorthodox Ten Com-
mandments mural—and stayed

on to hear the sermon, and even i

join in the prayer!"

"It is a bit hard for me to get

HAPPY NEW YEAR
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a clear idea of what your tem-
ples were like—how insufficient

the photographs are, and even

the small models they show in

the museums. But I believe I

have a fair knowledge of your
ritual objects, for enough have
survived to our days, and I must
say—they seem to have lagged

far behind the work of architect,

painter and sculptor ..."

"Please do not blame it on the

craftsmen—we had excellent

silversmiths in the 'fifties. But
when a congregation moved to

a new, up-to-date building, ritual

silver, Ark, Torah curtain, and
other portable objects were
moved too. This would have been
fine, had not these objects often

been hackneyed, coldly manufac-
tured items, purchased from
church supply stores. It took a

good deal and overdecorated tex-

tiles were not in keeping with a
modern synagogue, which drew
to it artistically sophisticated

men and women. We had to lec-

ture, often for hours, not only
to the laymen, but even to the
rabbis, to put over such basic
concepts as—that the beauty of
an object lay in the purity in

which its material was express-
ed, or an object clear. But once
we had won them to our ideas,

it was not difficult to find the
skilled craftsmen who could use
their tools with the ease with
which a virtuoso plays his violin,

and who, above all had integrity

and aesthetic discernment."

"As a designer of synagogues,
do you not feel angry that not
many of your works have sur-

vived ? Do you feel that the men
who razed your buildings were
lacking gratitude by doing so?"
"Your question demonstrates,

my dear friend, that you think
as one would expect a young man
to think. I am seventy-five, and

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I am fully aware that much of

what I built thirty or forty years
ago would be utterly obsolete, if

it had survived to this day. Build-

ings can be works of art. But
they are essentially utilitarian,

be they factories or synagogues.
They serve the needs of people

—

and they ought to serve them
well. Did you ever read Nathan-
iel Hawthorne? Houses should
be built fresh for every genera-
tion, he declared, and I am in full

agreement with him. Buildings

must be truthful, must be built

in the appropriate style of the
time. When I was young, I spoke
to some famous architects who
were then as old as I am now

—

they had no qualms about indis-

criminately mixing building

styles of periods as much as

three or four centuries apart,

and were angry because fewer
and fewer people would heed. I

believe in change, my friend, if I

were to sermonize, I would stress

the changing needs of men along
with the unchangeability of man-
kind's fears and hopes. For, as

Ecclesiastes put it, and I have
nothing to add to his words, 'The
earth shall endure forever . .

."'

tionally by the conflicting re-

ligious ideologies of their par-

ents or who will be cast adrift

spiritually because of their par-

ents' indifference to religion.

In working out what he con-

siders a sound rabbinical ap-

proach, Rabbi Eichhorn insists

that the "primary concern" of

the rabbi should "not be with the

man and the woman" but with
the childreh who will result from
their marriage.

Rabbi Eichhorn's second pre-

mise is that "membership in the

household of Israel should be
earned through a period of ex-

perience in actual Jewish living,

through one's demonstrating his

or her worthiness for member-
ship by following a Jewishly ac-

ceptable pattern of daily con-

duct for a specified period."

Since this can be done just "as

effectively and much more easily

after marriage than before,"

Rabbi Eichhorn does not require

conversion before marriage. But
he does insist on commitments
by the couple to protect the Jew-
ish rights of the children coming
from such marriages.

After discussing with the cou-

ple the problems and possibilities

of their decision and assuring

himself that if he refuses to

marry them, they will get mar-

agrees toijerfdrm the" ceremony
"if the non-Jew gives me his or

her word that he or she accepts

the following marital stipula-

tions:"

1. All children are to be rear-

ed as Jews in the manner "that

most nearly conforms to the

family background of the Jew-
ish partner."

2. All children are to receive

"an intensive Jewish education."

3. The non-Jewish partner is

to try, to the best of his or her

ability, "to make the home at-

mosphere conform to the pattern

of the teachings of the children's

religious school."

4. "There are to be no non-

Jewish religious symbols or cele-

brations of any kind in the home.
Christmas trees, Easter eggs,

and non-Jewish adornments are

specifically prohibited."

5. The non-Jewish partner "is

l^to try to become familiar with
Fthe principles and practices of

nJudaism and is to attend syna-

gogue services, for a time at

least, in an effort to determine

whether he or she could accept

Judaism without doing violence"

to conscience.

6. Rabbi Eichhorn contends

this method is not coercive. In

each case, he asks the non-Jew if

he or she "feels this is a coer-

cive" procedure. Not a single re-

sponse has been that it is.

The New York rabbi is con-

vinced that "by placing the em-
phasis on the religious welfare

of the children rather than upon
that of the parents, he removes
the major grievance" of the non-

Jew, "the rabbinic insistence up-

on conversion before marriage."

As a result, the non-Jewish

partner "often comes into Juda-
ism after the marriage enthusi-

astically and completely volun-

tarily, without feeling that in

taking this step he or she is be-

ing either hypocritical or subser-

vient."

How have these marriages

turned out? Rabbi Eichhorn

says he has married an estimat-

ed seventy-five such couples

over the past 25 years, of which
one-third involved conversions

at the request of the non-Jewish

partner.

Where he has been able to

maintain contact with these cou-

iaes,^Ms repoft'^B-that, with one

exception, they are "happily and
successfully married." In, the one

exception, the Jewish divorced

partner wrote Dr. Eichhorn that

the marriage failed because of

differences likely to wreck any
marriage, including entirely

Jewish ones—differences of per-

sonality, background, intellectu-

ality.

shows, the memorization of 22

little symbols—the total number
of letters in the Hebrew alphabet

—need not be too strenuous an
exertion. After the 22 letters

come the various vowel signs;

and after these, the beginning of

vocalizing Hebrew words in

their original, unadulterated,

guaranteed genuine—and ma-
jestic—form.

In the depth of my translite-

rationphobic fever, I contemplate

with a jaundiced eye our latter-

day Jewish geniuses who have

foisted upon us this fraudulent

device for perpetuating igno-

rance. For eighteen centuries or

more, the Jewish people cherish-

ed Hebrew. For everyday use,

they created a lovely and endear-

ing language—Yiddish—with its

own forms and literature, which
carefully and respectfully in-

corporated a good portion of He-
brew words. Our enlightened

20th century Jews, intent upon
linguistic improvements, have

fashioned something new under

the sun: we have exercised the

spirit of an ancient and noble

language and forced it into the

unyielding and inhospitable mold
of a second language. Let a

linguistics expert put some
searching questions and we shall

soon see how ingenious and wise

we are.

Fifteen years ago, that had
been: and Mr. Barshon was still

at a broken end. Now and then, it

is true, an odd pound or two came
his way. But there was no sta-

bility in his jobs. He was skilled

at nothing. Once, for a week, he
had worked in a waterproof fac-

tory. Three pounds. But while he
was thumbing and patting the
waterproof raincoat he was plot-

ting freedom. Was it his fault

They came within a few min-
utes to the street of the syna-
gogue itself. A huddled little

alley-way, where the small shop-

If he

is right on both counts, he may
well be right on the pattern of

American Jewish life in 2000.

Conservative Rabbi Israel
Goldstein faced up to the pro-

blem of American freedom, in a

recent television grilling, and
expressed his complete confi-

dence in the certainty of Jewish
life not merely continuing on the

American scene but thriving on

it. He submitted no facts, hov/-

ever, in support of his optimism.

Reform Rabbi Abraham J.

Feldman had sharp words for

those who criticize the meaning-
fulness of the Jewish participji-

tion in the American religious

revival and expressed a convic-

tion that the over-riding issue

was not to find out why Jews
v/ere identifying themselves in

steadily growing numbers with

ivspects of Judaism as a pattern

of living. Rabbi Feldman con-

tended that the key issue was the

obligation of Jewish leadership

to fulfill the Jewish needs of

those groping their way to such
identification. The future of

American Jewish life, he insist-

ed, was not fixed but fluid, and
its future solidification depend-
ed on what American Jewish re-

ligious leadership did with pre-

sent opportunities.

There were others, both those

wearing the cloth and those gar-

bed in the grey flannel so popu-

lar nowadays among all profes-

sionals, who speculated during

the past year on what Jewish life

in unpredictable America would
be like at varying periods in the

future. Some were positive, some
were in a qualifying mood. With
a few exceptions, they generally

It is true that at no time in

their long and richly-tapestried

In one of the old Greek cities, there once stood a statue
called "Opportunity." It looked like a human being and it stood
on tiptoe symbolizing, thereby, that it was there but for a brief

I moment. On its feet were wings to suggest the speed at which it

passed by. Its hair was long on the forehead to indicate that men
I must seize opportunity by the forelock when they meet it. The
back of the head was bare, intimating that once an opportunity

I had passed it could never be brought back again.

A great deal has been written in the sacred literatures of
1

different religious groupings on the subject of "Opportunity.'

'

One need but turn to any book of maxims or proverbs to find
numerous illustrations of and allusions to "opportunity."

Ralph Waldo Emerson once said, "No great man ever com-
plained of want of opportunity." An oft-repeated aphorism is:

"Man's extremity is God's opportunity." In the Hebrew we
make mention of the saying:: Mitzcah habaah leyodecha al

tachmitsena." When the opportunity to fulfill a religious pre-
cept or to perform an act of kindness affords itself, do not tarry
or postpone the action, lest the opportunity be wasted and the
Mitzvah lost.

There is no doubt in my mind that this is an age of great
opportunities for good as well as for evil. The rapid develop-
ment and expansion in every field of human research is open-
ing new vistas of thought and increasing man's store of knowl-
edge to proportions and dimensions undreamed of by former
generations. All progress is or ought to be designed to enable us
to live in a healthier, pleasanter, more peaceful world. More
particularly is this to be understood in terms of living in our
blessed land, the United States, where the word opportunity
has been equaled with progress, freedom, democracy, and better
living conditions. In this country, thank God, we can use our
opportunities to good advantage. Choosing our own place of
worship, getting an education, working and doing the things
^ve want to — breathing the air of freedom — are all too often
privileges and prerogatives taken for granted in a democracy
like ours.

The High Holy Days have their particular emphases and
stresses. They enable us to look upon ourselves as recreated
souls and new beings. During our Religious New Year, we are
taught that our lives hang in a balance on the scales of judg-
ment.

Our tradition requires that at this time we become intro-
spective — examining critically; evaluating our patterns of
thought and actions. The High Holy Day period, to be truly
and properly effective, should give us occasion and pause to re-
flect over the God-given blessings, which are ours as Americans
and as Jews. The High Holy Days, to be really meaningful,
should make us, one and all, contemplate about the opportuni-
ties and privileges we normally take for granted. The High

Holy Days rightly understood, should bring us closer to God
and make us realize our parental obligations toward our chil-
dren. This sequence of days in our calendar should sharply
focus our attention on our Jewish, religious, and educational
responsibilities towards our families and ourselves.

To capture the spirit of the "Yomim Noraim," the "Days
of Awe," we must understand that Rosh Hashonah and Yom
Kippur are meant to awaken us from any spiritual and cultural
lethargy. These days are designed to make us dedicate ourselves
to the triad of Jewish Life: to God, Torah, and Israel.

All of the aforesaid may seem like a tall order and a hercu-
lean challenge for Jews in general and for us here in our Syna-
gogue. Yet, our ancestors, for thousands of years, have risen to
the fore during the High Holy Days and have responded to the
stimulus of the occasion. Are we today to suffer in contrast and
pale by comparison to our forebears? The opportunity is ours
for the asking. Our tradition is ready to serve us and inspire
all of us in the true and tried path of our Jewish way of life.

This tradition, so rich in human content and of such long stand-
ing, is begging to be used. Dare we to stand idly and blindly by
the wayside and ignore our Judaism? The High Holy Days give
us the answer with a resounding no to the neglect of Jewish val-
ues and with a mighty and resounding affirmation to the con-
tinuation of our Jewish heritage — to the proper utilization of
our God-given blessings and opportunities.

There's pathos in the Worth-
eimer story . . . "Born in Ger-

many of Orthodox Jewish par-

ents, my earliest childhood im-

pression was of my parents ris-

ing in the morning very early in

order to spend a long time read-

ing the Hebrew prayers ... A
parental decision to send me to

America to pursue my classical

education brought me to Hebrew
Union College in Cincinnati,

Ohio. I graduated (as rabbi) in

seven years . . . My first call was
to Dayton, Ohio, where I officiat-

ed as rabbi for ten years, during
which I made many friends and
received many tokens of love

which I treasured highly ... I

was satisfied with life! I had a
young, attractive, accomplished
wife ... a beautiful home ... a

comfortable income, a place of

prominence in the commiimfj|

. . . I was an oft-invite4 guest

speaker in every denominational

church in the city. We had a

beautiful baby boy and daugh-
ter, Rose."

Then, tragedy. His young wife

died ... "I found myself the

most miserable of men. I could

not sleep. I walked the streets,

striving to forget the void, the

vacancy in my heart and life

. . . The heavens were brass when
I called on the God of my fath-

ers ! How could I speak as a rabbi

words of comfort to others, when
my own sorrow had brought me
to despair?"

In the tenth year of his being

rabbi in Dayton he resigned that

pulpit ... "I turned to my Bible.

I studied about Judaism, but it

answered no questions, satisfied

no craving of my heart. Then I

began reading the New Testa-

ment and comparing it with the
Old." One day in the ninth chap
ter of our prophet Isaiah, dis-

traught Max Wertheimer read a
passage which he figured out to

be a prophecy of Jesus' coming
. . . something about a child

being born ... a son . . . prince

of peace.

"I was faced with the doctrine

of the Trinity," he wrote. One
day he found something in a
Greek translation of our Penta-

teuch (written 275 years before

Jesus) ; it persuaded him that

even that long before Jesus was
born the Greeks foresaw Jesus'

coming. In that translation they
spoke of Joshua as "Yesous" and
to Max Wertheimer "Yesous"
suggested "Jesus."

"I could hold out in unbelief

no longer," he wrote. "I was con-

vinced of the truth of God as it

is in Christ Jesus. I cried, 'Lord,

I believe that Thou as Jehovah
Yesous has made the atonement
for me. I believe that Jehovah
Yesous died for me!' "

On March 30, 1904, Max
Wertheimer publicly professed

Christianity in the Central Bap-
tist Church, and was licensed to

preach as Christian. He attend-

ed Southern Baptist Seminary
in Louisville for a year. After
that, there was an occasion in

Dayton when he was questioned

by 35 Baptist ministers to make
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sure of his personal faith and
doctrine; that evening he was
ordained Christian minister.

He served five years as pastor

at Ada, Ohio, later pastor-evan-

gelist at the New Covenant Mis-

sion in Pittsburgh. By now Max
Wertheimer is Up There . . .

that is to say, those Heavenly
Heights where, let's all hope, he

has met the lovely girl who was
his wife ; on account of whom he
turned to Christianity. Doubt-
less, too, he has met there old

Rabbi Isaac M. Wise who was his

teacher at Hebrew Union College

to bring him up to the rabbinate.

Isaac Wise, a most tolerant man,
probably has shook his head this

way and that, humorously, and
said to him only, "Oh, my dear

Max," in the kindly way he used

to reproach him when Max was

a boy in Hebrew Union College.

I sent Max Wertheimer's auto-

biographical tract to his current!

successor at Temple Israel, Day-
ton .. . Rabbi Selwyn Ruslander,
also a graduate of Hebrew Union
College. In his letter of reply

Rabbi Ruslander, too, speaks
gently of Max Wertheimer . , .

"Rabbi Wertheimer was the first!

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JEWISH SURVIVAL-

The Unfolding of a

Divine Purpose

DR. SAMUEL NEWMAN
The heart of Judaism is the

idea of the Covenant, represent-

ing the moral relation between

God and Israel. Integral to the

idea of the covenant is the con-

nection of the people of Israel

with the land of Israel.

T'he covenant between God and

Israel was not regarded as re-

sticted to an ethnic group. Israel

was merely the vehicle through

whom all members of the human
race were to be reclaimed as the

children of an all-merciful God
and Father of all mankind, after

they relapsed from the universal

covenant with Noah. The election

of Israel was not a privilege or

mark of superiority but a stern

role which Israel was called upon

to enact on the arena of world

history as "a kingdom of priests

and a holy nation." For the sake

of this historic world-mission

Israel had to insure its continui-

ty and perpetuity by means of

particularism. "Israel's particul-

arism has its universalism as

motive and aim." (Lazarus).

It is precisely this paradoxi-

cal two-fold nature of Judaism:
the embodiment of the noblest

insights of the human race and
its conveyance to the world by a

particular people which renders
it an enigma to the student of re-

ligion and history.

The letter of the High Priest

Eleazar to the Egyptian King
Ptolomy II, Philadelphus (285-

247 B. C.) who, according to his-

tory or legend, ordered the first

translation of the Bible (the

Septuagint) contains an expla-

nation or apology for Jewish
particularism of which the pagan
world complained more than two
thousand years ago.

God surrounded us with bra-

zen walls hedged us in with
laws of purity with regard to

food and drink and physical

contact, yea, even to that

which we see and hear, in or-

der that we should be pure in

body and soul, free from ab-

surd beliefs, not polluted by
contact with others or through
the association with the wick-

ed ; for most of the peoples de-

file themselves with their sex-

ual practices, and whole lands

pride themselves upon it. But
we hold ourselves aloof from
all this. (Letter of Aristeas,

JEWISH THEOLOGY, Dr. K.

Kohler)

Great universal religions are

not born and nurtured in a vac-

uum. They all have as a substra-

tum a definite culture circum-

scribed by space and time. Ju-

daism is the product of the

Hebraic genius which in turn

preserved the Jewish people.

It is difficult to determine
which is the cause and which is

the effect of this reciprocal re-

lationship. Dr. Mordecai Kaplan
more aptly expressed this

thought by saying : "Existential-

ly, Judaism is the religious civi-

lization of the Jewish People."

Judaism is not a religion which
primarily points the way to sal-

vation of the individual and to

eternal bliss in a life hereafter;

it is primarily a social religion;

it deals with every aspect of life

on this earth. Its aim is to re-

fine and discipline the individual,

to sanctify life on this earth and
to embody the ends of social in-

stitutions. Jewish nationalism is

not secular. In the Land of Israel

was to prevail a social order at-

tuned to the will of God as ex-
pressed in the precepts of the
Torah. There was no dichotomy
between the Land of Israel as a
frame for a national polity and
as a Holy Land on which the
Lord of History was to unfold
His divine purpose.

Yet, it would be a mistake to

assert that at times the ardor of

nationalism did not grip the peo-
ple of Israel. As far back as the
11th century B. C. the prophet
Samuel was urged by the leaders
of the people to appoint a king
"to rule us like all other nations."
But the institution of kingship
has never developed in Israel as
among the pagan nations. Ju-
daism rejected all ideas of king-
gods. No special divine nature
was attributed to any king.

Kings were to be obeyed only
when their laws or commands
were not in opposition to the laws
of the Torah. There were no
images of the kings of Israel in

the sanctuary, and no images of
foreign rulers were ever toler-

ated. There was no glorification

of the State in Israel. Yet the
pages of history offer a most
glorious account of heroism and
sacrifice of the Judeans in their

struggle to maintain and regain
political independence. But this

independence was not the goal
but the means for the preserva-
tion of their religio-culture.

In 333 B. C. Alexander the
Great conquers Syria and Pales-

tine becomes a dependency of

Syria ; a little later, of Egypt ; in

198 B. C. Palestine becomes
again a dependency of Syria. In

175 B. C. Antiochus IV makes an
attempt to Hellenize the Jews.
In 165 B. C. under the leadership

of Judah Maccabeus, the Jews
defeat the Syrians.

The cause of the Maccabean
revolt was not at all Syrian poli-

tical oppression but rather the
attempt of Antiochus to supplant
the practice of Judaism by that
of Syro-Hellenic religion and to

install the cult of idols in the

Temple in place of the imageless
worship of the one God. The
motto which was inscribed on
the banner of the rebels was:
"Who is like unto Thee among
the mighty, O Lord?" The rally-

ing cry of the aged priest Matta-
thias, the father of Judah the
Maccabee, was "Whoever is for
God, let him come unto me."

On the eve of the battle of
Emmaus, which decided the for-

tunes of the Maccabean revolt,

Judah Maccabeus roused his

legions with the following
words

:

Arm yourselves and be men
of valour, and be in readiness
for the conflict, for It is bet-

ter for us to perish in battle,

than to look upon the outrage
of our nation and our altars.

As the Will of God in Heaven
even so let Him do.

In the darkest days of World
War II, after the retreat from
Dunkirk, Winston Churchill
roused a dispirited Britian and
the freedom-loving world with
the same words spoken by Judah
Maccabeus in 165 B. C.

The Maccabean Revolt against
Syria had a significant influence
upon Western civilization. It was
the first known struggle for re-

ligious liberty and for the right
of a group to maintain its cul-

Frankly speaking, I don't re-

member as much of my early

youth as I should like to treas-

ure, but when Rosh Hoshanah

dents which I will recall when
some correlating fact is weaned
from the shadow into light.

On the favorable side, I re-

member insisting on Ma taking

a vacation, much against her

will. She had always insisted

siestas from work, even as much
as a day (beside Sunday), were
only for the rich.

rest up for a week."

She did it, vacationed a week
at home the next year, and I was
happy for her.

I hesitate to sound controver-

sial. I tread with deep humility.

But I have one unshakable con-

viction. It is that women have a

place and a purpose in the

scheme of things. The presence

of women in our social order is

not only an adroit maneuver of

nature, it is unmistakably a sat-

isfying arrangement.

However, as with most crea-

tures of necessity and value,

women impose difficult responsi-

bilities.

Thus, to the male mind, gifted

through the centuries with a

superior falibility on the subject

of women, distressing problems

persist : What, precisely, is wom-
an's purpose? and where is her

proper place?

These have been the core of

man's classic dilemna. Each era

of man gingerly probes the com-

plexity of woman— and what to

do about her. And while he is

pondering deeply, in the solem-

nity of his great wisdom, the

answers are constantly being

thrust upon him— by women.

Now, some men are wise ... as

some are otherwise. Therefore,

in approaching the subject of

women, wisdom, it seems to me

—

is not to.

You may challenge this as

cowardice on my part. I prefer

the subterfuge, gallantry.

Sonnets and sonatas have been
dedicated to their charms and
great beauty, and the emotions
of strong-willed men have stirred

and shaken by the deceiving ap-

pearance of their delicate frailty.

But the dominant characteristic

of women — the one that counts
for most— is the quality of their

]
persistence.

Jennie may have trouble mak-
ing up her mind. But when she
does— it is strength, irresistible

and overpowering.

Feminine persistence is what
challenged and ultimately put to

rout the wisdom of the ancient

philosophers ... of Cato, and
Aristotle and their contempo-
raries, who held strong notions

on the need for women to be un-

seen and unheard. Feminine per-

sistence has successfully nulli-

fied the conviction of even that

architect of American liberalism,

TTiomas Jefferson. He warned
us that politics could not suffer

the calmity of women at the vot-

ing polls or in the councils of

government.

The founders of B'nai B'rith

were indeed farsighted men. The
principles with which they en-

dowed the Order are still our

credo, 114 years later.

Women have come a long way
since 1909 when the first B'nai

B'rith chapter was chartered.

We have women industrialists

and corporate executives. We
have women who wear the uni-

form of a soldier.

Women do the buying in

America.

Women pay more than 40 per-

cent of all income taxes.

One-fifth of the nation's in-

come is earned by women.
Women hold title to at least 40

per cent of our nation's 30 mil-

lion homes. They own 65 per cent

of the mutual savings funds.

They are the beneficiaries of 80
per cent of all life inurance poli-

cies.

Today, as many girls as boys
attend college.

Women run the schools. They
are the force that sustain our re-

ligious institutions. They deter-

mine what appears in the maga-
zines and in the movies; what
will be heard on radio and seen

on television.

In my time, I have been shaved
by a woman, driven in a taxi by
a woman, and counseled in a legal

matter by a woman. Each was
competent at her task.

TTie crown of Great Britian is

worn by a woman. The foreign

affairs of Israel are executed by
a woman. The talk about a wom-
an in the White House some day
becomes less fanciful with each
generation.

"Twentieth-century America,"
says the distinguished historian

Henry Steel Commager, "seems
to be a woman's country. Tradi-

tionally," he says, "women rule

the home. But in America they
also design it, build it, furnish it,

direct the activities and fix its

standards."

There are worried souls among
the male species whose alarm at

the rising strength of women is

reflected in their devious support
of an Equal Rights amendment
to the Constitution. They figure

the law may be needed to protect

them some day. Personally, I'm
an optimist. Whatever heights

are reached by the persistence of

women, I am confident in my
own mind that man will not be-

come obsolete. The role of my
sex is no less consequential to

the survival of all we believe in.

It has been said that "America
was born of revelt, flourished on
dissent and grew on experimen-
tation." If women were denied

full participation in our era of

revolt, there is no question but
that they contributed to the
character of our dissent by their

own struggle for political, social

and economic emancipation. But
it is in the latter-day era of ex-

perimentation that American
women have made their distinc-

tive contributions to our national

development.

Without recourse to charts or

graphs, or the data of learned

scientists, but on the basis of my
own keen observation — and

what my dear wife tells me — I

find a wholesome absence of
timidity in the political and social

attitudes of American women.

It becomes them.

Finally, women insist on living

longer.

So, all in all, the path of the

modern woman is strewn with
opportunity.

In short: American women,
women, working through volun-

tary associations, have in their

joined hands both strength and
power for accomplishing a tre-

mendous good at the point where
human relationships can be most
effective in our search for a tran-

quil society less burdened with
tensions, fears and nervous dis-

orders. It is my fond hope that

this splendid beginning may be
similar exploration of the prob-

lems of youth, of adult education,

vocational adjustment, and the
like.

A very fine editor produced an
anthology some years ago which
depicted the frailties of our civi-

lization between the first and
second world wars. She aptly

called it, "The Aspirin Age."

It appears that we have ad-
vanced ourselves accordingly.

We are now in the Miltown Age.
You will agree with me that

the therapy for our social ills and
community problems will not be
found in tranquilizing pills — no
more than aspirins solved any-
thing in the 20's and 30's.

T'he tasks that confront the
American community today im-
pose serious responsibilities up-
on our women. They are a chal-

lenge to their vigor, their knowl-
edge, their good sense — and
the amazing quality of their per-
sistence.

Laskin has earned her recogni-

tion by her intense desire to im-

prove civic conditions and the lot

of the unfortunate. A self-per-

sonality analysis reveals that
she is a "closet-straightening,

pencil-sorting organizer and is

systematic to a fault."

She has an enormous capacity

for knowledge and is enrolled for

at least one extension course

each semester at the Norfolk Di-

vision of the College of William
and Mary. Last semester it was
a night course, "Mental Hygiene
in the Classroom" and this term
it's "Human Growth and Devel-

opment." With her husband she
has just completed a training

course offered by the Coast
Guard Auxiliary. Her theory is

that "every busy woman needs a
few college courses for balance !"

Active in Parent - Teacher
work for many years, Mrs. Las-
kin served as president of a local

P-TA from 1953-1955. At pres-

ent she serves as state chair-

man of mental hygiene of the

Virginia Congress of P-TA.
Her concern for the plight of
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the Jews overseas has caused

; her to take an active part in the

United Jewish Appeal, of which

she served as chairman for 1955-

1956.

Mrs. Laskin served as vice-

chairman for the City of Ports-

mouth women's division of the

United States Defense Bonds

throughout World War II.

Among her many citations she

received tribute for this work
1 and also for her Gray Lady ser-

vice during the war years.

This versatile woman was a

Girl Scout leader for several

years, served as camp counselor

in children's camps and taught

horseback riding, boating, and

dramatics.

It is for her pioneer work in

the field of mental hygiene in

securing aid for retarded chil-

dren that she won national rec-

ognition in a vignette which ap-

peared in the November 1956 is-

sue of the Woman's Home Com-
panion magazine.

Work, District No. 1, and is vice-

president of the Portsmouth
Council of Social Agencies.

Charter president of B'nai

B'rith Women of Portsmouth in

1944, she became the first state

president of the association in

1946. In B'nai B'rith she has
served as chairman of the Anti-
Defamation League for over five

years.

As public affairs chairman of
the Portsmouth Woman's Club
she originated and directed

"Portsmouth in Review," de-

signed to stress the importance
of community responsibility.

A board member of the Ports-

mouth Counselling and Guidance

Clinic, Mrs. Laskin urged and
received adequate housing facil-

ities for the clinic.

Other organizations benefit-

ting by her energies are the

Portsmouth Chapter of Hadas-
sah, Gomley Chesed Sisterhood,

Portsmouth General Hospital,

and many other groups.

It would seem that her com-
munity interests alone would be

all-absorbing, but she capably

performs her duties as director

of consumer relations at the bus-

iness operated by her husband
and father. The Puritan Food
Corporation.

She finds time for hobbies,

too, and is "just learning to

golf." She likes fishing and boat-

ing and enjoys dancing, bridge,

and canasta.

Her three children are Burton,

17, who graduated from high
school this year and plans to en-

And I'm so flattered

that the women's clubs of Ports-

mouth and Norfolk County have
selected me to receive this hon-

or."

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Public School Religion and

The Jewish Child
By Phil Baum

The opening words of the First

Amendment of the U. S. Consti-

tution declare that "Congress
shall make no law respecting an
establishment of religion." When
not necessarily obscured, the

meaning of this sentence is quite

simple. It entails a reciprocal re-

lationship of non-interference by
all state agencies on the one hand
and all church bodies on the

other. Applied to public educa-
tion it means that religion has
no business in the schools and
schools have no business in re-

ligion.

The principle of separation of

Church and State, particularly

in the field of public education, is

not something abstract and
theoretical ; it is a necessary and
practical guardian of the welfare
of American children, and partic-

ularly of children adhering to

minority faiths. Experience has
shown that whenever religion in-

trudes into the pubHc schools,

sooner or later Jewish children

will be hurt.

Despite its clear meaning, the
principle of separation through
one subterfuge or another is

abridged or violated in hundreds
of school districts across the
country. This is rarely done
overtly, of course. Few openly
urge that the public schools be
handed over to religious inter-

ests. On the contrary, even the
advocates of religion in the
schools will affirm their "ad-
herence" to the First Amend-
ment. At the same time, how-
ever, they argue that the doc-

trine of strict separation is too

"flexible;" there need not be
"hostility" between Church and

State. Certain religious activi-

ties, they contend, are so "basic"

and "universal" as to be inno-

cuous even when joined intimate-

ly with the public school curri-

culum.

Among the specific programs
they advocate are Christmas
celebrations, released time relig-

ious instruction, and Bible read-

ing in the classroom. The observ-

ance of Christmas and other re-

ilgious holidays, they argue, of-

fers a needed richness and
warmth to the public school and
helps improve intercultural un-

derstanding. Released time pro-

grams, they hold, help counteract

the "materialist" atmosphere in

the public school and do not
"really" interfere with regular

school activities. Finally, they
insist that the reading of the

Bible encourages more informed
understanding of the common
spiritual heritage underlying all

Western cultures.

The American Jewish Con-
gress stands firmly opposed to

these views. Religion in the
home, in the church and in the

synagogue, it maintains, serves

incomparably to ennoble the

spirit of mankind. Religion in

the public schools, however, no
matter how dressed up or wa-
tered down, serves only to

harass, hurt and dislocate chil-

dren of minority faiths and to

impair wholesome classroom re-

lationships. The injury done by
sectarianism in the schools is a
matter of public record. Unfort-
unately, that record is not a mat-
ter of widespread public knowl-
edge. A few of the mass of case

gress which reveal the actual ex-

periences of Jewish children are

discussed below. Jewish parents

are urged to study the sample ex-

periences and to judge for them-

selves how "harmless" — as the

proponents of public school re-

ligion insist — the practices

really are.

Holiday Observances

The Christmas holiday season

generally is heralded as a time of

warmth, understanding and good
fellowship. But celebrations in

the school often ensure that the

season has precisely the opposite

effect. Jewish parents are often

made resentful and apprehensive

because their children are forced

either to participate in Christa-

logical observances or, what is

equally hurtful and unjust, open-
ly to isolate themselves by ab-

staining from participation.

The overwhelming pressure
upon children to participate in

holiday festivities is reflected in

the following excerpt of a letter

sent by the father of a Jewish
child to the president of the

Board of Education of Yonkers,

N. Y.:

My oldest daughter, Gilda,

who is in the sixth grade and
who had always earned encomi-

um for conduct and scholastic

attainment, has been made the

object of unbridled prejudice for

having, in lady-like fashion, ask-

ed to be excused from participa-

ting in the singing of Christmas

hymns. Her classroom teacher

and her principal preached toler-

ance to her and said tolerance

consisted of singing the Christ-

mas hymns. Such pressure was
put upon the child that she was
forced into an emotional out-

burst. This exhibition in the

classroom had a logical sequel.

After Gilda was belabored by her

classmates with such epithets

as "Christ-killer who refuses to

sing hymns to Jesus Christ."

When subjected to such pres-

sures, Jewish children often find

it easier to submit than to resist.

It is not surprising, therefore,

that many Jewish children seek

subterfuges to produce the ap-

pearance of cooperation in the

mean anything very pleasant.

As long as one remains in

houses,, or built up thorough-
fares, and talks about politics,

then one can really be worried
and depressed about the situa-

tion. But when you go out into

the country, especially in spring-

time, you realize that the poet
who said it was perfectly right.

Israel in springtime. She pours
forth with a generous hand on
Jews and Arabs alike. This is

In Israel, spring's a thing that

won't endure. It's only a handful

of sun-drenched days sandwich-

ed between heavy rains and sum-
mer heat.

covered with lavendar pea-blos-

soms, grows in profusion there,

giving a purplish highlight to

the hillside, like the bloom on a

plum.

of trees, we found three Arab
charcoal burners at work.
Heavy-set men, they looked like

Charcoal is one of the Arab's

chief sources of fuel.

The powerful men grunted as

they wielded their axes against

the big trunks. A mound of logs,

intricately and cunningly con-

structed, stood ready for burn-

ing.

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IThe New Schools For Immigrant Youth
By Dr. Lynn A. Emerson

»9

Over the years of its exist-

lence, ORT has done much
pioneering in the field of voca-

tional education. In keeping with

this pioneering spirit, a new
venture is under way — the

training of immigrant boys and

girls whose educational back-

grounds are not sufficient to

permit their enrollment in the

present secondary vocational

schools, which require elemen-

tary school graduation.

TTie new ORT schools will

operate as a part of the elemen-

tary school system and will pro-

vide specialized vocational train-

ng for these young immigrants

in the seventh and eighth

grades.

The need for this type of

training is evident. Hundreds of

young people are found in the

immigrant settlements who need

to complete their elementary

education and who also need

vocational training, as early as

practicable, to prepare them for

Industrial types of occupations

in the settlements.

These occupations are con-

siderably varied in character,

but many of them need a foun-

dation of basic skills in the

working of metals and wood.

The new program will offer such

training for the boys and will

provide basic training in needle-

work for the girls.

Experimental programs have

been under way in two settle-

ments for the last couple of

years and have shown the

feasibility of this type of train-

ing. Growing out of this experi-

ment has come the present pro-

gram which has begun with five

centers and will be expanded

later.

The United States Operations

Mission to Israel is cooperating

in the development of the five

pilot centers, with assistance of

the extent of $50,000 for the

purchases of needed equipment

not available in Israel.

The location of the centers

has been given much considera-

tions, and the sites chosen have

been selected on the basis of

geographical location, of co-

operation available from the lo-

cal educational authorities, and

on other factors. The locations

are Kiryat Shmona in the ex-

treme northeast of Israel, Kfar

Ata, in the Haifa Bay area, Her-

zlia and Lod in the central part

of the State, and Ashkelon in

the South.

All five centers are already

operating. Basic hand tools have

been borrowed from other ORT
schools, pending the arrival of

the equipment ordered from the

United States Operations Mis-

sion appropriation. Well quali-

fied instructors have been ap-

pointed.

Student interest is high. Boys

as Ashkelon come to the school

before the building is opened in

the morning, so anxious are they

to get to work. TTie all around

impression of these centers is

favorable.

The new ORT schools may
mean much for the youth of the

settlements and ultimately for

Israel.

An Israeli delegation has ar-

rived in Helsinki to negotiate re-

newal of a trade pact between
Israel and Finland.

opened in Washington, D. C.

Housed in the new B'nai B'rith

building, it is the culmination of
many months of labor by offi-

cers, members, and friends of
B'nai B'rith.

The museum will open simul-
taneously with the formal dedi-

cation of the B'nai B'rith build-

ing in November. Senators,
heads of universities, curators of
some of this country's finest

museuums and archives, and pri-

vate collectors have cooperated
in making available to us price-

less objects and documents il-

luminating the role played by
Jewry in the development of

American civilization.

One of the displays, sponsored
by the American Jewish Histori-

cal Society, emphasizes the role

that individual Jews played in

the period before the Civil War.
Here will be found original ma-
terial on American Jews who
achieved prominence in govern-
ment, industry, military service,

education, arts and letters. The
struggle for human rights will

be dramatized in a collection hon-
oring Richard E. Gustadt, a
founder of B'nai B'rnth's vigor-

ous Anti-Defamation League.
Another section, compiled in

cooperation with prominent Ca-
nadian communal leaders and
the Canadian Jewish Congress,
is devoted to a history of Cana-

dian Jewry. This part of the ex-

hibit depicts the contributions

made by that strong and growing
community to Canada's develop-

ment in government, agriculture,

industry, and the mining and fur
trades. This exhibit is in large
part due to the interest and ac-

tive efforts of Toronto's Irving
Oelbaum, a member of the B'nai
B'rith board of governors.

The story of American-Israel
relations will be told in a sep-
arate display named in memory
of Eddie Jacobson and highlight-
ing the critical period prior to

American recognition of the new
State. This material was collect-

ed by the A. J. Granoff of Kansas
City, who was able, through ac-

cess to the Truman Library and
the late Eddie Jacobson's files,

to provide outstanding source
materials.

Probably the most outstand-
ing collection in the opening ex-
hibit will be devoted to the life

and works of Justice Louis D.
Brandeis. It comes, appropriate-
ly, at the end of the year com-
memorating the hundredth anni-
versary of his birth. It will be the
only exhibit marking the Bran-
deis Centenary te be held in

Washington.

B'nai B'rith was given re-

markable assistance in collecting

this exhibit. At the personal re-

quest of Senator John Sherman
Cooper, the president of the Uni-
versity of Louisville, Dr. Philip

Davidson, released to the muse-

And challenge begets chal-

lenge. For in our scheme of

things, each generation must
struggle to warm itself in a

brighter sun. In that respect,

women's work is never done.

Our youth are in rebellion. Our
schools are unequal to the stand-

ards we demand for our children.

Our older folks are haphazardly

neglected. The relief of these

and so many other, basic prob-

lems of our time can come about

only with the service and support

of the Volunteer Woman.

And to the woman who pro-

fesses Judaism, I add additional

responsibilities.

She must continue to play her

part — as she has done so well

in the past — in the momentous
effort to aid our co-religionists

who are shackled by tyranny
and deprivation. In this hour of

crisis, she must engage herself

wholeheartedly to help strength-

en the cause and conviction of

Israel. Similarly, she must broad-

en her role as a Jewish wife and
mother to enhance her own
household with the spiritual

beauty of our sacred traditions.

If we are to persist and flourish

in our Judaism, the substance

for our survival will come not as

much from sjoiagogue or any
other Jewish institution — but
from the Jewish home.

She didn't belong to any
League of Women Voters in

those days. She dare not speak

her mind. Her freedoms were re-

stricted, her rights severely

limited. A suggestion of matri-

archy would horrify her. She

was on the wrong end of the

double standard. Notwithstand-

ing this repressed role in Bibli-

cal society, she was a perpetuat-

ing force for Jewish survival.

She was Sarah, wife of Abraham,
mother of Isaac . . . "the Mother

of the Hebrew people." She was
Kebecca, who secured Isaac's

blessing for her younger son

Jacob, for she recognized in him
the worthiness to further the

cause of Israel. She was Deborah,

Judge and prophetess, who in-

spired her people to victory . . .

our People Rachel and Leah,

whose ideals of Jewish mother-

hood influenced generations of

our People . . . .she was Miriam,

who saved her infant brother

Moses from destruction, and

guided his wisely as he rose to

kingly leadership.

These were unemancipated

women. But they were Jewish

women instilled with a responsi-

bility to maintain the tradition of

the Jewish home which is the

strength of our survival.

Today, in all the glory of her

emancipation, this is still the

the first responsibility of the

Jewish woman. She dare not fail

in it.

tural identity. It created a new
type of hero martyr who laid

down his life, not for power,

spoils or glory, but for an ideal.

It is strange that none of the

historians who enumerate de-

cisive battles of the Western
world mention the Battle of Ju-

dah the Maccabee. Had Antio-

chus succeeded in Hellenizing

Judea the Hebrew factor in

Western civilization would have
been extinguished and Christ-

ianity which shaped so much
Western civilization, would have
never evolved.

TTie independent Jewish state,

which emerged as a result of the

Maccabean Revolt, lasted until

63 B. C. But the glorious Macca-
bean victory is remembered and
celebrated not for its political ef-

fects but for its religious and
cultural consequences — the

purification and rededication of

the Temple and victory of Ju-

daism — not Jews — over paga-

nism.

In 63 B. C. Judea fell victim to

the conquering march of Rome
in the East. The Jewish kingdom
was abolished; Judea was re-

duced to the status of a vassal.

Again Judaism came in conflict

with paganism. Between 57 and
54 B. C. three separate revolts

broke out against Roman rule.

Once again in the year 40 C. E.

the Jews defied the command of

the Emperor Calligula to place

his statue in the Temple in Je-

rusalem. An army under Petron-

ius was dispatched to Judea with

instructions "that in case the

Jews would not admit of them,

he should slay those who oppos-

ed it and carry all the rest of the

nation into captivity." (Jose-

phus, Wars of the Jews, Book II,

Ch. X) Petronius argued with

the Jews that "their petition for

the revocation of the order was
unreasonable." They answered,

"That if he would place the im-

ages among them, he must first

sacrifice the whole Jewish na-

tion ; and that they were ready to

expose themselves together with

their children and wives to be

slain." Petronius "was astonish-

ed and pitied them on account of

the inexpressible sense of relig-

ion the men were under and that

courage of theirs, which made
them ready to die for it," and

decided to recommend to Cali-

gula the withdrawal of the order,

knowing that he might pay for

this disobedience with his life.

Caligula did, in fact, threaten to

put him to death.

At this point it may be proper

to quote from Kenan (TTie Apos-

tles, Chapter XI)

:

The religious degradation of

the world was such that not a

protest was raised against the

sacrileges of the Caesar; each

worship was eager to ascribe

to him the titles and honors

which it reserved for its gods.

It is to the eternal glory of the

Jews that, amid all this base

idolatry, they uttered the cry

of conscientious indignation.

Alone affirming that their re-

ligion was the absolute relig-

ion, they did not bend to the

hateful caprice of the tyrant.

The sudden death of Caligula

postponed the Jewish uprising

against Rome to the year 66 C.

E. which developed into a full

scale war lasting seven years. In

the year 70 C. E. Titus destroyed

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Jerusalem. Over one million Jews
are reported to have perished in

the siege of Jerusalem. Jewish

slaves glutted the markets of the

world. It took the mighty Roman
Empire almost three more years

to break the last resistance of

the tiny nation. The last desper-

ate stand was made at the for-

tress of Massada, in the year 73

C. E.

The speech of Eleazar, com-
mandant of the fortress of Mas-
sada, on the eve of its capture by
the Romans, three years after

the fall of Jerusalem, is one of

the finest examples of sacrifice

and heroism in human history.

Since we, long ago, resolved

never to be servants to the

Romans nor to any other than
to God Himself who alone is

the true and just Lord of man-
kind, the time is now come
that obliges us to make that

resolution true in practice . . ,

I cannot but esteem it a favor
that God hath granted us, that

it is still in our power to die

bravely, and in a state of free-

dom, which hath not been the

case of others who were con-

quered unexpectedly . . . Let
our wives die before they are

abused, and our children be-

fore they have tasted slavery,

and after we have slain them
let us bestow that glorious

benefit upon one another mu-
tually and preserve ourselves

in freedom, as an excellent fu-

neral monument for us. But
first let us destroy our money
and the fortress by fire and
let us spare nothing but our
provisions; for they will be a
testimony when we are dead
that we were not subdued for

want of necessaries but that,

according to our original reso-

lution, we have preferred
death before slavery . . .

In the year 132 C. E. insurrec-

tion broke out again under the
leadership of Bar-Cochba. In the
beginning it met with some suc-

cess. Thousands hastened to Pal-

estine from Egypt, Mesopotamia,
Gyrene and other countries, to
take part in the fighting. Soon a

large part of the country, in-

cluding the capital, was in Bar-

Cochba's hands. "Deliverance of

Jerusalem" was struck across

the face of coins of Titus, as a

symbol of the liquidation of the

Roman conquest. Julius Severus,

Emperor Hadrian's greatest gen-

eral, had to be recalled from
Britain to save the prestige of

the empire. His ultimate victory

was achieved not in battle but in

piecemeal engagements and
blockades.

The victor's vengeance was
frightful. Most of the population

of Judea was exterminated.

Those who had not died by sword
by famine or pestilence were sold

into slavery by the thousands.

On the ruins of Jerusalem a new
city was built. It was named
Aelia Capitolina and Jews were
banned from it on pain of death.

T'he very name of the country

was changed to Syria Palestina.

To make an end to the Jewish

trouble once and for all, Jewish

religious practice was forbidden,

including the teaching of the

Law (Torah). The nation never

fully recovered from these ter-

rible blows. It had moved a fate-

ful step further in the process of

losing grip on the country. Yet
remnants of Jews still clung des-

perately to the soil of Palestine.

There were Jewish settlements

on the Gulf of Aquaba. On the

island of Tiran in the Gulf of

Aquaba an independent Jewish

tribe continued to exist until it

was conquered by the great By-

zantine Emperor Justinian I in

the sixth century.

Through the subsequent cen-

turies of Jewish history the na-

tionalistic aspirations were
transformed in the faith of a

divinely destined deliverance

fused with the dream of the sal-

vation of the whole world in the

Kingdom of God. It is the King-

dom which has received its class-

ical representation in the cele-

brated words: "And the Lord

shall be King over the whole

earth ; in that day the Lord shall

be One, and His name One"

(Zechariah XIV :9). The king-

dom of God as Judaism perceives

it, is a Kingdom which is to be

built here on earth, under divine

guidance, by the hands of man
and realized as the results of hu-

man struggles and divine discip-

line.

It is difficult not to see the un-

folding of a divine purpose in

history in the amazing survival

and miraculous emergence of the

Jewish people into Statehood af-

ter two thousand years of exile,

dispersion, martyrdom, and suf-

fering.

A true understanding of Jew-

ish history will convey the fact

that the Jewish religion and Jew-

ish nationalism are singular in

that neither can be defined in

terms as used in the western

world. Universal religions do not,

in general, require a nation or

people as their carrier — they

live by their ability to gain ad-

herents among all nations. Juda-

ism, however, could be perpetu-

ated only through the Jewish

people. We thus arrive at an end-

less circle: the Jewish people

conserved the Jewish religion

while the Jewish religion con-

served the Jewish people.

As a consequence of this his-

toric fact the State of Israel

cannot be viewed as one more
state or political unit in the

family of nations. This can best

be conveyed in the words of Ben
Gurion

:

The Jewish state which we
are in the process of creating is

not the first in our history . . .

The energy and genius of the

Jewish people expressed itself

not in conquests and imperial-

istic schemes but in spiritual

and immortal works, by virtue

of which we maintained our
existence. After we lost our in-

dependence and were scattered

among the peoples of the earth

we engaged in creative works
which are miracles and have
no equals in world history . . .

The renewed Jewish state

will not exist if it will be simi-

lar to the Levantine states

which surround it. Every peo-

ple should strive for spiritual

and cultural achievements.
With us it is not only a posi-

tive urge but a matter of des-

tiny—a mission and raison

d'etre ... We shall be a united

people if we succeed to be "a
light unto the nations." We
shall be able to maintain our
individuality and ingather our
estranged sons if we shall be a
model state.

Sir Robert Browning, a Gen-
tile, in his poem, "Holy Cross
Day," beautifully expresses an
analogous thought

:

The Lord will have mercy on
Jacob yet.

And again in his border see

Israel set.

When Judah beholds Jerusa-

lem,

The stranger-seed shall be

jointed to them

;

To Jacob's House shall the

Gentiles cleave.

So the Prophet saith and his

sons believe.

"Ten," says the Jewish Ency-
clopedia, "is the number of com-
pletion, of perfection, of founda-
tion," and in the spring of 1958,
Israel will have rounded out ten
years of existence.

because the world has developed
a lopsided image of Israel. Ten
years ago the image was lopsid-

ed, too, but in another direction.

It was said the Jew could not
fight. Today it is said he is too

much of a fighter. Israel figures

in the world's consciousness as a

combative nation. The fault is

not ours. We came to bulid in

peace, we were driven to fight in

self-defense; and we fought so

well that the world is forgetting

what—and how well—we have
built. The headlines of war have
crowded out the reports of Isra-

el's far more significant achiev-

ments. We want to use this year-

long decennial celebration to re-

orient the world's outlook. We
want the world to come and look

at Israel in its totality, to see it

in the historic perspective not of

ten years, but of world history,

to see it as one of the great lab-

oratories of the twentieth cen-

tury, a symbol of stability and
progressive influence in the

Middle East and the world."

Anyone whose memory goes
back ten years will understand
what Mr. Weisgal is driving at.

United Nations, "we were not
here." This seems so incredible

that we must force our minds
back over the maelstrom of

events to try and recapture that
exact moment of birth. Was it

only ten years ago? Leadinp; up
to that moment, there were the

investigating commissions—that
futile, purposeless, infuriating

parade; there was the disinte-

grating Mandate, powerless to

govern yet powerful enough to

turn back the frail rescue ships
;

there was the illegal aliyah beat-

ing against the spite walls built

by Bevin and the British Foreign
Office; there was partition on
November 29, 1947, and on No-
vember 30, the beginning of the
Arabs' unrelenting campaign of
hostility.

From the historical records, it

is possible to reconstruct th«
mood of the world prior to the
birth of the state; how, after
World War II, in Eban's words:
It became horribly but seri-

ously possible that every na-
tion would be granted its free-

dom, amongst those which had
suffered under the heel of tyr-

any, except the people which
had suffered the most ....
From this spiritual peril the
community of nations cleansed

itself belatedly, perhaps a lit-

tle too grudgingly, but never-

theless decisively, when it or-

dained and later recognized

the establishment of Israel.

Thus, the renewal of Israel's

sovereignty, though ostensi-

bly a fact of political organiza-

tion was, in the deeper sense,

an act of universal equity.

But this equity Israel had to

defend alone when, on May 15,

1948, the day after the procla-

mation of the State, the troops
of Egypt, Iraq, Jordan, Lebanon
and Syria marched in invasion.

It was then that Israel stood be-

fore the world as a "fighting"

nation—a true and yet distorting

picture. And for ten years, be-

cause of the world's indifference

and forgetfulnes, Israel's an-
nounced pledge—^the very heart
of the Zionist inspiration—"to
live a national life consecrated
to a vision of fraternity and
peace" entered upon a bitter

phase of frustration. And the
climax of the frustration came
in the autumn of 1956 when Is-

rael's defense action on the
Sinai Peninsula set the seal on
the world's misconception.

Next year's festival, then, has
a twofold purpose: to recall to

Our destination and lived in.Lower Galilee

was an ancient Jewish settle-

ment of the Mishnah period,

whose ruins spread over the top

of the highest hills in the area.

While the Jews of 2,000 years

ago made their roads in the val-

leys, following the line of least

resistance, their villages and
towns were built on the house
tops, in close proximity to each
other. This kept them safe from
sudden attack, and their signals,

in time of need, could be seen for

many miles around.

Our ancient settlement—about

seven miles from Beth Shearim,

the catacomb-city, where Ye-
huda Ha Nassi lies buried—is

not recorded on any map, but it

must have been important in its

day. We found the substantial

foundations of the stone houses

which our forefathers had made

We peered into

wells from which they had fetch-

ed their water. From the plough-

ed hillside we picked shards of

pottery that had formed their

kitchen utensils, and pieces of

glass dishes that had delighted

the rich with its miraculous

transparency.

Strengthened and refreshed

by our contact with our fore-

fathers, we turned home, taking

the main road through the Youth
Aliyah reception centre at Ra-
mat Hadassah. This runs along

the hilltop, parallel to the Roman
road in the wadi below. The trees

along the slope mask the old road

from view. Hundreds of Ameri-

can visitors pass above the road,

on their way to Ramat Hadassah,

never suspecting what relics of

the past lie only a few yards be-

low them.

the nations Israel's original and
abiding bright hope and prom-
ise ; and to rejoice in the evidence
it can offer that this hope and
this promise are in process of

fulfillment. Besides, it is only
fair to say that for ten years,

marked by overt and covert war-
fare, Israel and the Jewish peo-
ple have been cheated out of a
proper celebration.

A word is in place regarding
Ben Gurion's choice of the man
to plan and direct this ambitious
celebration. Meyer Weisgal's col-

orful career as a Zionist worker,
editor, theatrical producer and
prime mover in the founding of
the Weizmann Institute of Sci-

ence, of which he is now the ex-

ecutive head, provides him with
a unique fund of experience for

this assignment. It was Weisgal
who produced the brilliant spec-

tacles, "The Romance of a Peo-
ple" and "The Eternal Road."
It was Weisgal who directed the
Palestine Pavillion at the New
York World's Fair in 1939 and
the extraordinarily successful

"Jewish Day" at the 1933 Chi-
cago Fair. This last-named feat
he accomplished by inducing Dr.
Weizmann to fly from London to
Chicago for a single day. Sol-

dier's Field, with 131,000 seats,

was too small.

Weisgal generates ideas and
energy with the same force that
Grand Coulee generates electri-

city. It was last July, during one
of his characteristically hectic

visits to America, coincident

with Hurricane Audrey, that he
gave me his ebullient account of
the plans in progress.

many countries. The largest

ous year has been 50,000. The
hope is that these 100,000 will be
a "new kind of tourist"—people
who will come to enjoy them-
selves and not merely to perform
an act of duty. Inquiries about
scheduling conferences, con-
gresses and tours have already
been mounting "by the hun-
dreds" from professional, busi-

ness, scientific and religious

groups. Already one American
corporation, a nationally-known
firm that annually awards

to effectuate a loan were equally

fruitless. Now he said to himself

the fatal hour was approaching

and he was chained to the spot, a

prisoner of his helplessness with-

out any means of escape.

Painfully conscious of his

plight, he was nevertheless able

to mentally dramatize his trou-

bles and, as if he was concocting

a plot, he derived some relief

from contemplating the literary

possibilities of his dilemna. But

this was no time to meditate. He
had to act. If the hour were not

so late, he thought, he could go to

the office of the Die Warheit

and inveigle the publisher or the

editor into advancing him a few
dollars on account of his new
story that had just been accept-

ed for publication; but this was
an afternoon paper and the chief

persons in charge seldom come
to the office during the evening,

though mechanics and typeset-

ters worked on during the night.

His worry and anxiety, not-

withstanding, Liebman could not

suppress an inner satisfaction as

the outline of his tale, 'The Pa-

tron of Art," came to his mind.

lets of impossible Hebrew and
Yiddish verse on the birthdays

and anniversaries of the great

that his name may mingle with

theirs in large type or send huge
bouquets and gifts across the

footlights to the stars of the Yid-

dish stage on their "benefit

nights" to attract the attention

of the local press, and enhance

the prosperity of his insurance

agency. Liebman flattered him-

self on the manner in which he

brought out the blatant propen-

sities of the puffing, pushing,

blustering "man about down-
town" — as one indigenious wag
had called him — the ubiquitous

Mr. Pinchus Elfenbaum with his

passion for reciting his verses at

all unsuitable times and places

—

a habit which finally proved his

undoing that time when he abdi-

cated advanced bachelorhood to

a comely widow who listened in

rapture and with open mouth to

his poetry, but whose ears, as

he later discovered, were quite

closed to sound—rhymed or un-

rhymed.

To be sure, our portly patron
of the arts, gastronomical and
other, had his prototype in real-

ity, but Liebman was no less

pleased with himself for the

skill and ingenuity with which
he disguised the original charac-

ter. Masked and profusely dis-

sembled was the portrait he
drew, but was it sufficient to

prevent possible recognition?

The thought was somewhat dis-

turbing. Yet he remembered that

in the numerous sketches and
feuilletons published in the daily

Yiddish newspapers many real

figures, moving through the

small world between East Broad-

way and Houston Street, were
delineated with only slight con-

cealment of identity and no seri-

ous difficulty was ever encoun-

tered by any of the publishers.

What if Mr. Elfenbaum did rec-

ognize himself? He, Mordecai
Liebman, owed him nothing,

knew him only in a casual way,
and never had any close relations

with him. Elfenbaum, he sur-

mised, was sufficiently vain to

be flattered by any illusion to his

presumed importance. Besides,

had he not in all the long and
stormy literary controversies of

the Ghetto, ranged himself on

the side of free art, or realism

and true comedy?

T'he one event that may prop-

erly be called the "high point" of

the year, the one undertaking
that will most concisely symbol-

ize Israel's enduring ideal will

take place in the hills of Jerusa-

lem.

um some of the most significant

legal documents relating to the

Justice's career as a jurist and

attorney. It represents the first

time that the University has

permitted this material to be

loaned for display.

The Brandeis family gracious-

ly is allowing a number of letters

and documents to be exhibited

tracing the position that Justice

Brandeis held in the growth of

the Zionist Movement in Amer-
ica. Susan Brandeis Gilbert and

her husband, Jacob Gilbert, have

indicated deep interest in this

exhibit.

During the Centenary exhibit

the famed bronze bust of Bran-

deis created by Eleanor Piatt will

also be on display. It was made
available on loan by the Massa-

chusetts Museum of Fine Arts.

Of special interest, of course,

to members of B'nai B'rith will

be a comprehensive history of

the organization presented in

vivid, graphic form. Included in

this display will be a chronologi-

cal display of significant letters,

documents and photographs

dealing with the founding and

growth of the organization, its

influence on the American-Jew-

ish community, and its concern

for distressed Jewry abroad. The
B'nai B'rith collection will also

feature its wartime activities,

philanthropies, service to youth,

interest in Americanism and civ-

ic affairs, promotion of Jewish

education and work in the United

Nations.

opening concert, the dancing and
other festivities would go on un-
til the early morning hours. But
his sense of relief and elation no
sooner took shape than he was
suddenly cast down by a new
feeling of dismay.

school celebration without at the

same time genuinely participa-

ting in violation of their religious

convictions. These devices are a

response to the almost painful

need of the child to preserve both

his classroom status and his

identity with his family religion.

Thus, one letter reports that a
little Jewish girl assured her

mother, "I was wearing a mezu-

zah all the time I was singing

Christmas carols."

TTie intrusion of sectarian

Christmas observances into the

schools moreover necessarily

confronts the Jewish child with a

bewildering difference in re-

ligious belief in which the public

school and the home, the two
focal points of his life, are ar-

rayed in opposition. The mother
of a child attending public school

in a Chicago suburb during the

1956 Christmas season wrote to

the AJCongress:

The Christmas festivities in

his room, and most notably the

stories of the birth of Christ dis-

turbed my son greatly. He was
quite confused, plying us with

questions and listening eagerly

to all mention of Christ, either

on TV or in general conversa-

tions. He finally arrived at his

own compromise with the state-

ment: "Nobody really knows.

This to me exhibited a slight

partiality to believing his teach-

er— whose word is law to a child

— rather than his parents.

purpose. It should not be diluted
with Hanukkah or with religi-

osity generally. The Christmas
carol, the Christmas story, the
Christian worship at Christmas
must be preserved and given a
cherished place in our public life

and therefore in our public
schools.

The joint
Christmas - Hanukkah celebra-
tions have had results almost
uniformly unsuccessful and dis-

menorah on the one hand with
the whole well-publized panoply

of Christmas on the other. As
presented in the public schools

generally by a faculty that itself

has no grasp of the meaning of

the holiday or its place in Jew-
ish religious life, Hanukkah be-

comes a kind of appendage to

Christmas or a self-conscious

exercise in intergroup relations

rather than a distinctive unique
religious experience in its own
right. TTie Maccabbees are given

no chance of ranking with the

Christ child, and indeed, with the

treatment accorded in the

schools, in terms of the emotions
of the child, they rarely come in

ahead of Rudolph the Red-Nosed
Reindeer.

The American Jewish Con-
gress recognizes that it may be
too much to expect that public

school authorities soon will be
persuaded to forego all partici-

pation in Christmas or even Eas-
ter observances. It can and ought
to be demanded, however, that

the more egregiously sectarian

practices be avoided.

Released Time

Among the most common de-

vices employed to use the public

schools for religious purposes is

the so-called released time pro-

gram. Under this system, a por-

tion of the regular school day is

set aside for religious instruc-

tion. Since the McCoUum deci-

sion by the U. S. Supreme Court
in 1948, released time classes

generally are considered legal

only if conducted away from the

school premises. However, the

indispensable feature of the re-

leased time program is that it is

enforced by public school author-
ity ; an absence from a religious

class is a truancy to be discip-

lined and excused exactly as an
absence from any ordinary pub-
lic school session.

The released time program im-

poses a system of religious seg-

regation no less real than the

racial segregation imposed on
Negroes in the South. For more
than 15 years the adverse effect

of the separation of children in

the school room along religious

lines has been a matter of serious

and authoritative criticism. A
prominent Protestant educator

has written : "When procedure to

line of the youngsters for their

'religion' classes segregates

Americans as Catholics, Luther-
ans, other Protestants, Jews, cul-

tists, smaller sects, non-church
going pupils, a consciousness of

religious cleavage is inevitable

and it is baneful."

Describing the operations of

released time classes in the

South, one observer wrote

:

There are established periods

of Christian Bible study in

all the elementary schools.

The Jewish community main-
tains a respectful silence, pri-

marily because of the tre-

mendous preponderance of

the Protestant population.

The Jewish children have the

option of leaving the room;
but it is a difficult decision to

make. Some believe it is bet-

ter to remain seated than to

have 43 children watch one or

two others shuffle out. Neith-
er side, of course, can be
expected to understand what
it's all about. The Christian

children wonder why one or

two of their number "do not

want to hear about God," and
the Jewish child is also heart-

sick as well as bewildered.

In an effort to evaluate the

practical effect of the released

time program in New York City,

a number of affidavits were filed

by Jewish and non-Jewish stu

dents and by their parents. Topi-
cal among the affidavits was the

following from a Jewish student

Bible Reading in Classrooms

To many persons, Bible read-

ing in the schools seems at firgt

sight not only unobjectionable

but affirmatively desirable. The
Bible, it is argued, is after all

commonly thought to be the

foundation of the American pub-
lic school system and a tradition-

al and indispensable part of the

educational and cultural scene.

The Old Testament especially is

included among the sacred canon
of all Western faiths and differ-

ences between the various trans-

tions, such as the Protestant

King James and the Catholic

Douay versions, are so slight

—

some school officials contend

—

as to be without significance. In

any event, it is argued, both the
New and Old Testaments are
among the greatest works of

literature the Western world
possesses and ought to be read
for their intrinsic literary merit
by everyone regardless of his re-

ligious convictions.

Enticing though these argu-
ments may be, they are daily

contradicted in the classroom. In

fact, the Bible is not regarded as
merely another literary master-
piece to be equated with Shake-
speare, Dante, or Milton, nor,

given the subjective religious

persuasion of most faculty mem-
bers and students, is it ever like-

ly to be so regarded. The Bible,

after all, is Revealed Truth, It is,

moreover, an entirety and as

such, the whole of it is received

with the veneration and awe due
a work held to be sacred by al-

most every religious group that
we encounter.

I 'he version of the Bible most
often read and distributed in the
schools is the King James or

Protestant version. For Catho-
lics, however, this version of the
Bible is proscribed under pain of

sin. No Catholic under ordinary
circumstances may own or read
its text. As recently as 1956, the
community of Cliffside Park, N.
J., was faced with a tense inter-

religious situation because the

parents of the Catholic children

in the public schools protested

the requirement that their chil-

dren listen to readings out of the
Protestant version of the Bible.

It is, therefore, no answer for

public school authorities to say
that the difference between the
two versions of the Bible are
minor and inconsequential. It is

not for any school board or for

any representative of the secular

state to pass judgment upon re-

ligious differences or to indicate

to the adherents of religious

creeds that feelings engendered
over doctrinal matters are in fact

trivial.

Need for Community Action

In the summer of 1956, the
mother of a Jewish child attend-

ing public school in Long Island

reported that following class-

room reading of the New Testa-

ment her son had become em-
broiled in a school-yard theologi-

cal controversy. Contrary to the

teachings of the New Testament,
he insisted that "our God has no

The practices in the public

schools that give rise to the inci-

dents described here are not only

deplorable. In most instances,

they are unlawful as well. Often,

however, even explicit recogni-

tion of the illegality of their acts

will prevent local boards of edu-

cation and local school adminis-

trators from yielding to aggres-

sive sectarian agencies who in-

cessantly demand entry into pub-
lic education.

Local school officials, both
lay and professional, are gener-
ally persons of good will who
would not knowingly hurt any

child committeed to their care.

Unfortunately, they are fre-

quently unable to resist inten-

sive sectarian pressures. Often,

too, they are completely unaware
of the harm caused to children

of the Jewish and other minority
faiths by sectarian intrusions.

Under such circumstances it is

increasingly plain that effective

defense of the schools and the
protection of school children de-

pend upon a sharing of intelli-

gent public concern rather than
upon the efforts of any single

group of specialists or profes-

sionals. This is truly a communal
responsibility.

I
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The Innocent Antbassadorsn

Ever since it has been so clearly demonstrated that writers,

even as respected and highly regarded as historian Arnold
Toynbee, can be fallible, we have approached the reading of

^vorks by authoritative writers with askance. There is the im-
plied challenge to discover what may to us, seem erroneous, or
at least, debatable.

Such was our approach to "The Innocent Ambassadors," a

recent seller in the field of travelogue, by Philip Wylie, noted
writer on world affairs.

Mr. Wylie, accompanied by his wife, Ricky, tells of his ex-

periences while visiting, last year, the islands of the Pacific,

China, Japan, India, Thailand, and Lebanon. The writer be-

gins by explaining why, for a period of twenty years since 1936,
he had avoided such extended travelling. In 1936, in a visit to

Russia together with a younger half-brother, he experienced
treatment so rigorous as to hospitalize him for several months,
nearly putting an end to a brilliant career. His brother met a

mysterious death, unquestionably murdered. He buries these
memories and embarks on this world-journey because he is try-

ing to find an answer to the many problems that are threaten-
ing not only his United States of America, but all humanity.

"The Innocent Ambassadors" (and sometimes they do not
seem to be so innocent) is not pleasant reading. This is due pri-

marily to two factors. Inasmuch as much of the visiting is done
in refugee quarters, the squalor, starvation and hopelessness
beggar description, and are not savory. The second factor is

the desperation of the political, economic, and social condition
in which the writer finds the world of today.

While the general style of the book is narrative, much of
the enjoyment, at least to our way of thinking, comes from the
interpolations of Mr. Wylie's personal philosophy which star-

stud the work. Mr. Wylie is noted for his forthright, fearless
exposition of facts as he finds them. He takes no pains, for ex-
ample, to hide his disgust with Mr. Dulles and the Eisenhower
administration. He calls a spade a spade, let the chips fall where
they may. And there is much logic in what he says.

There are, however, some spots of optimism in what he
writes. He says, for instance, that there will be no "shooting
war." He points out that we are losing the "cold war," and will
continue to lose it until we in this country begin to pay atten-
tion to what is going on. He believes that this will come about
eventually, but poses the all-important questions as to whether
"eventually" will be time enough.

To us as Jews, and friends of the people of the State of Is-

rael, the most interesting part of his travelogue has to do with
his visit to Lebanon. The Wileys spent a considerable part of
their time in this country with the Arab refugees. And here is

another case as there are many others, where the author per-
mits the unfortuante refugee situation to becloud his thinking
He makes the statement, for example, that "the Israelis forced
nearly a million Arabs out of Palestine."

No one would be so assinine as to accuse Mr. Wylie of be-

ing in any sense anti-Semitic. His record of doing and writing
would immediately expel any such idea. Furthermore, he
makes it clear that the feelings he has in this connection are

levelled soley at Zionism. He states without ecpiivocation, "I

myself, have always thought the Zionist idea wrong, and have
always said so ... I think all nationalism is crazy . .

."

In judging Mr. Wylie and others, we must make the obvi-

ous distinction between anti-Semitism and anti-Zionism. Many
other good friends of the Jews cannot, in all conscientiousness,

approve of Zionism. It is difficult for some people to see the
consistency of this, and yet, to confuse the two issues and con-
demn as anti-Semitic all those who are not pro-Zionist would
be to alienate a great many true friends of the Jews. It would
be a fatal blunder so to do, and it must be studiously avoided.

Mrs. Wylie, although as much appalled as her husband in

the hopelessness of the Arab refugee situation, as they found
it in Lebanon, does not allow it to affect her judgement. And,
upon hearing her summary, Mr. Wylie modifies his statement.
Mrs. Wylie says, "Not all these refugees were thrown out by
Israelis. Quite a few ^.vere promised by their own state that if

they emigrated from Palestine for a while, they would eventu-
ally be returned or given land and homes. The Arab states

welched on these promises. So a lot of refugees live in these

( amps because their own people betrayed them."
Perhaps "The Innocent Ambassadors" will accomplish the

purpose that Mr. Wylie apparently had in mind in \vriting it,

and enough of our people here in this country will be aroused
by it to an appreciation of the dire trend of affairs in time to

do something about it. It is well worth reading, not alone from
the standpoint of being brought up to date on what is happen-
ing in critical parts of the world, but likewise for the plentiful

interpolations of Mr. Wylie's philoosphy, whether you agree
with them or not.

Tfiey Wf/I Be l^issed
The field of Jewish education and culture sustained im-

measurable loss in the recent death of Dr. Joshua Bloch and
and Dr. Philip Seman.

Dr. Bloch had retired last year after serving 38 years as chief
t>f the Jewish Division of the New York Public Library. Rabbi,
atithor, educator and editor, at the time of his passing at the
age of 67, he was Chaplain of the New York State Department
of Mental Hygiene. He was a Fellow of the Jewish Academy of
of Arts and Sciences, and recording secretary of the American
Jewish Historical Society.

Dr. Seman, who was 76 years of age at his death, was an
author and educator. He will probably be recalled chiefly as
a co-founder, in 1923, of the Hillel movement, of which he was
a life commissioner and vice-president. He was cited as "Man
of the Year" in 1939, by the American Association for Jewish
Education.

Both Dr. Bloch and Dr. Seman made appreciable contribu
lions to advanced Jewish thinking, and the Jewish scene has
been bereft of two fine minds and personalities.

So, as diligent reporter, to

oblige both Mr. Flatau and Mr.

Silverglad, I went hunting for

Messrs. Shabbosdeckel and Yiff-

niff. I found Mr. Shabbosdeckel

deep in his business as president

of Widgets, Inc. First thing he

said was, "Segal, I'm so glad to

see you here. Think of it : In the

year 1956 we produced 2,556,799

widgets and you must admit that

sure is a lot of widgets . . . 2,556,-

799! We're going to make it at

least 4 million in 1957! Most of

my life I've had my mind made
up to produce more and more
widgets year after year, and as

you see, I'm really getting there

. . . It's a great life."

Mr. Shabbosdeckel went on:

He could remember the time, far

off, when there were only a cou-

ple of hundred widgets a year in

his life . . . "Segal, you should

have known me then! I was just

a common widget man and no-

body was paying any attention

to me. Who could care about me,

Shabbosdeckel, then? Me with

200 widgets a year ? I remember
back in the year 1930 or there-

abouts ... I wanted so much to

be assistant secretary of the

board of our schul.

Mr. Shabbosdeckel smiled
gratefully . . .

of Anshe Giborim, Saturday
night? That's me!"

I thanked Mr. Shabbosdeckel

for the interview and invited

him to drop in on my column
soon again . . . "Thanks for that

invitation, Segal," he replied.

"You know it don't hurt to get

my name in the paper."

Then I went to call on Mr.
Yiffniff, the one my friend Mr.
Silverglad has enjoyed to laugh

at, even though Mr. Yiffniff

takes himself so seriously. Mr.
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Yiffniff was very busy with the

affairs of the Yiffniff Gadget

Co. at the moment, but he gave

me time.

"Mr. Yiffniff," I said, "Abe
Silverglad was asking me about

you, and so I've dropped in on

you. And how are you and how

Imagine an American city in

the year 1957 in which 97 per-

cent of the people have not gone
beyond the seventh grade. Two-
thirds of the members of the

City Council are in this cate-

gory of partial literacy. Even
the Mayor, a philanthropist

and good fund-raiser, speaks
proudly of the fountain pen he
received at the big party cele-

brating his graduation from
the seventh grade. He is dis-

creetly silent about his lack of

further schooling. The president

of the board of education, hav-
ing missed high school history,

publicly recalls the Gettysburg
Address as Washington's last

statement to the American
people. In a trial on charges of

embezzlement, the city con-

troller is exonerated of criminal

intent; the evidence shows he
was never exposed to high
school arithmetic. The control-

ler slaps a libel suit against the
local newspaper for characteriz-

ing him as a "nefarious politi-

cian." But the editor—unfamil-

iar with high school English

—

had really meant "gregarious."

Manufacturing activity is

limited to handicrafts since

very few townsmen have the
skilled crafts. Surgery and den-
tal work in town are done by
the barbers.

Jewishly illiterate youth

become Jewishly illiterate

adults who head our syagogues

and temples, Jewish centers

and welfare funds. Knowing
little about the Jewish past,

they will shape the destiny of

the Jewish future.

Jewish educators, in their

frustration, seem to have given

up on the high school level. But
now that our expanding popula-

tion is bulging in the teen years,

and interest in Jewish education

is widening, we have the oppor-

tunity of making some progress

in secondary Jewish education.

Some of us are concerned with

Jewish education during the

college years and afterward.

Since the people of the book
were never considered learned,

but always learning, the impor-

tance of adult Jewish education

is evident. However, much of

our effort on the adult level

will remain futile until we forge

the link of Jewish education on
the high school level. No one has
ever succeeded in structuring a

third and fourth floor on a

building that lacks a second
floor story.

Why lose the precious years

of youth which are crucial in

the emotional and intellectual

development of the individual?

This is the age in which young
are beginning to search for the

meaning of life. This is the

stage of life in which youth
strive vigorously to shake off

adult standards and controls. It

i« precisely during the high

school years i n whi^h
young Jewish people should

drink deeply of the Jewish heri-

tage and build a solid founda-

tion for further personal growth
as American Jews.

In recent years government

agencies, such as the Depart-
ment of Labor, the Office of

Education, and the Department
of Defense, have combined with
educators in a campaign to en-

courage young people to remain
in high school. We need some
such campaign on behalf of Jew-
ish high school education.

When the conversation gets

around to the subject of adult

education, the one name that

immediately comes to mind is

that of Maurice A. Weinstein,

a^ttorney, of Charlotte, North

Carolina. It was the vision of

this young man, recently rr'turn-

ed from military service, that

was largely responsibile for the

creation of what is unauestion-

able the most interrupting idea

in modern Jewish ad'ilt educa-

tion. The B'nai B'rith Institutes

of Judaism, which in August of

this year celebrated their tenth

anniversary.

It wasn't too long aft-^^^ the

first Institute was held, in the

summer of 1948, at the Wild-

acres estate of I. D. Blumenthal,

also of Charlotte, in Little Swit-

erland, North Carolina, before

the idea spread. In 1950, Wis-
consin, in B'nai B'rith District

6, launched an Institute, follow-

ing which the Southwest, repre-

senting District 7, organized

four Institutes, in Arkansas,
Mississippi, Texas and Oklaho-
ma. Over the period, since the

first Institute, there have been
Institutes in not onlv manv sec-

tions of our ov.'n country, but

abroad, as well—In Israel, Eng-
land, France, Switzerland, Cana-

da et al. There can be little ques-

tion of the merit of an idea when
its growth is as remarkable, and
as wide-spread, as has been the

history of the Institutes.

And, likewise, there can be no

question but that the man who
played such an important part

in the concept and the execution

of the idea, will occupy an im-

portant niche in contempoi'ary

Jewish history.

Mr. Weinstein is a graduate of

Duke University and the Duke
School of Law. While a student

at Duke, he was a leader in the

Hillel Foundation. He also

studied at the Univresity of

Maryland and Penn State Col-

lege.

He was admitted to N. C. Car
in 1940. He is a member of the

Mecklenburg Bar Association,

the North Carolina Bar Associa-

tion, and the American Bar As-
sociation. He has practiced la',v

in Charlotte since 1940. and
heads the firm of Weinstein and
JMuilenburg. He has been admitt-

ed to practice before the Su-

preme Court of the United

States.

During World War II, he ser-

ved in the U. S. Marine Corps,

with rank of Captain, and, in

addition to duty in the Pacific,

served on the staff of the Com-
mandant of the Marine Corps

and the Judge Advocate Gener-

al of the Navy.

In 1948, he was President of

the Charlotte Lodge of B'nai

B'rith, he was President of the

N. C. Assn. of B'nai B'rith Lodg-

es in 1949, and was elected Pre-

sident of District 5 of B'nai

B'rth in 1953, which encompass-

es the states from Maryland to

Florida.

He has served as a member of

the Board of Trustees of the

lieo N. Levi Hospital, as a mem-
ber of the National Program
Committee of the Anti-Defama-

tion League, and as a member of

the Board of Governors of B'nai

B'rith.

He is Co-Chairman of the

r^harlotte Round Table of the

National Conference of Chris-

tians and Jews, and Vice-Presi-

dent of the Charlotte-Mecklen-

burg Adult Education Council.

He was Chairman of the first

B'nai B'rith Institute of Judaism

held in Wildacres, in 1948. He
appeared before the Supreme
Lodge of B'nai B'rith in 1950

and 1953 to propose that adult

education be made a department

of B'nai B'rith, resulting in the

establishment of the National

Department of Adult Education

of B'nai B'rith. This department

now operates Institutes of Juda-

ism across the United States

and abroad. It publishes adult

study material, and is about to

launch a new Jewish quartely

and the publication of great

Jewish classics. In 1953, Mr.

Weinstein was appointed Nation-

al Chairman of the B'nai B'rith

Committee on Adult Jewish Edu-
cation, which is composed of

many of the eminent Jewish

scholars of America.

Mr. Weinstein is married to

the former Rosa Baer, daughter

of Mr. and Mrs. Louis Baer of

Dunn, N. C. They have three

children, Marcia Elizabeth, De-

borah Ellen, and Robert Hillel.

We cannot overlook the inad-

equacy of present day facilities

and personnel to meet the re-

quirements for Jewish second-
ary education. Local boards of

Jewish education are deeply en-

grossed in problems bound up
with expanding programs of

elementary Jewish education

;

they are giving little attention

to continuing programs. None-
theless, if there is a demonstrat-
ed desire for Jewish studies on
a continuing basis, the Jewish

community will find a way to

provide the facilities and per-

sonnel.

One of the reasons for the

faint interest in secondary Jew-

ish education is the antiqiuity of

the curricula and the teaching

methods. Courses of study are

mainly transplantations of

subject matter from the schools

of eastern Europe. What is

needed is a fresh approach to

curriculum development, focus-

ing on those aspects of the Jew-
ish heritage which are relevant

to the lives of Jewish teen-agers

in modern America. There also

needs to be a revolution in

teaching methods, in which the

center of attention is shifted

from subject matter to the in-

dividual youngster and his

emotional and intellectual needs

as a developing young Jewish
person. If the learning experi-

ence in the Jewish school were

made more stimulating and ex-

citing to the students, this in

itself would widen the demand.
The young Jewish student might
then be more likely to look up-

on his Bar Mitzvah or Confir-

mation as commencement day
instead of liberation day.

A promising approach to Jew-

ish education for teen-agers is

through summer camps or in-

stitutes. Interesting experi-

ments along this line have been

conducted by B'nai B'rith, the

United Synagogue, and the

Brandeis Camps Institutes. A
summer learning experience

does not take the place of year-

around Jewish study. However,

Nancy Kelly, star of stage, screen
and television, played the lead in the
National Council or' Jewish Women's
Council Week broadcast, on Octo-
ber 7th.

The sum-

mer institute avoids conflict

with the time demands made
upon Jewish youth by their

secular schooling. The combi-

nation of education and recrea-

tion in a camp setting is more

attractive to young people than

the straight instructional pro-

g r a m year-around religious

schools. Finally, the atmosphere

of the camp and its around-the-

clock program lend themselves

to an experience in total Jewish

living which is not possible in

the city school room.

Of equal importance are the

informal programs of Jewish

education conducted on a year-

around basis by national Jewish

youth organizations, Jewish

centers, synagogues and tem-

ples. These activities can be the

means of motivating Jewish

teen-agers to take advantage of

opportunities for continuing

their formal Jewish education.

A Chanukah Thought
Guest Editorial by HERBERT SILBERMAN, Rabbi,

B'nai Israel, High Point, N. C.

Ours is an age of tensil, cellophane and pretty ribbons.
Just for a moment stop and think of all the emphasis that

is placed upon the outer-wrappings of almost every prepared
product that we purchase — the emphasis upon multi-colored
paper or iridescent foil. Note how manufacturers vie with
each other seeking to attract new trade by introducing a new
package style or by utilizing some other visual-appealing de-
vice. Gone is the drab brown wrapping paper; in its place is an
eye-catching design.

And not without due reason is stress placed upon the va-

ried embellishments, for indeed the average customer falls prey
to such enticements and slowly but surely finds himself being
drawn into the swirl of color, paper and twine. Quite often it

is the form and not the content that proves to be the major
selling point.

Our purpose, though, is not to condone or condemn the

practices of the hucksters or any other enterprising group or
individual but rather to investigate the influence of such prac-

tices upon an area which actually quite distantly removed from
the business world — generally religion, particularly Judaism
and specifically synagogue attendance.

Not too long ago I had the occasion to speak with a man
who happens to live in the West. During the course of our con-
versation he readily admitted that when he attends services he
"wants to be entertained." And then he specified what he
meant. He said, "I want a beautiful edifice, a handsomely-deco-
rated synagogue, cushioned pews, plush carpets, a cantor, choir,
etc." In a word, this individual looks to the external for his spir-

tual satisfaction. Instead of opening the package to examine the
contents to see what is found beneath the silver foil, he is at-

tracted by the richly decorated outer-wrappings.

If this would be a unique case we could readily dismiss it,

but unfortunately, it isn't, for each of us, with some variation

of degree, feels the same way. We want an impressive service,

an enjoyable sermon, a delightful discussion and a refreshing

Oneg Shabbat. We want a prettily wrapped package.

Now mind you, nothing is wrong with these attractions if

they are a result of one's religious experience, if the colored

cellophane truly represents what is under the paper and Scotch

tape. But if it is merely a richly decorated outside with little

on the inside, then we're looking to a form and not to content.

So clearly is this point made by the Holiday of Chanuka,
the Festival of Lights which we shall soon celebrate.

It is most interesting and particularly significant that a

study of the laws of Chanuka reveals an enumeration of the

various types of fuel that may be used in the Menorah. The
law describes the kind of wicks, candles or oils, that are proper
or fit for the Chanuka candelabra. What is especially striking

is the fact that little mention is made of the Menorah. We know
that it must have eight branches but the law does not concern

itself with whether it's gold or brass, sterling or silver plate, or
whether it's beautifully constrticted or very simply made. The
form or shape of the Menorah is not of particular significance;

it's the fuel that matters. It's the glou'ing flame, the living light,

the beautiful radiance of those tapers which make the Menorah
a true Jewish symbol. It's the brightness that comes from with-
in, from the heart.

Chanuka was the time when the Temple was rededicated.
Let us, at the approach of this holiday, rededicate ourselves not
to look to form, design, pattern or shape, but to the contents,
to the flame, to the spirit and to the soul.

As we kindle our Menorahs this Chanuka may we, at the
same time, kindle that spark within each of us to inspire us to
realize that we worship not because the prayers are beautiful,
but because it's beautiful to pray.

Trip To The Moon
With a trip to the moon apparently merely a question of

time, it might be interesting to speculate on what the voyager
might find there, once he has alit from his space-ship.

The chances are strong that, if there are three Jews there,
they will of course find three synagogues. He would vnidoubt-
edly find the Lunar Council of Judaism issuing a set of vitu-

perative blasts at the Planetary Zionist Organization. If his visic

is timed right, he might even find himself in the midst of a
campaign being conducted by the Planetary Jewish Appeal.

There will be a campaign in progress, under the aegis of
the Lunar Anti-Defamation League, to combat discrimination
in hotels and motels on the Moon. (This, despite the assur-
ances of the Planetary A. A. that they are doing everything
they can to eliminate this discrimination).

Although your space-ship was supposed to be among the
first to land on the moon, nevertheless you find a galaxy o£
celebrities already on hand.

Planetary B'nai B'rith Philip M. Klutznick, president,.

will be staging a membership drive. Maurice A. Weinstein
will announce the one-millionth Institute of Judaism, and the
Lunar Rabbinical Association will be discussing Kashruth.

Ben Gurion will be urging, in his own inimitable manner,
an Alliyah to the State of Israel. This will spark an Israel Bonct
Drive.

Edward Benjamin will be observed staking out lots for a
Moonmount Forest residential building development.

The Planetary Conference of Christians and Jews will

announce Brotherhood Week. Planetary Hadassah will have a
quota luncheon, and the Lunar Council of Jewish Women will ,

hold a seminar on citizenship. Casey Stengel leads the Yankees
to a Cosmopolitan League pennant.

John Foster Dulles will be making a strong effort to fore-

stall communist infiltration, while the Kremlin plans to move
in for a "protective" alliance. Great Britain will be exploring;

1 was angry, of course, and I ex-

claimed: "You back here in the

world again - - - you, after the

2,000 years? l o ha\e you once on
the earth was about enough, but

now you'ie back! And isn't there

trouble enough on the earth right

now without its having one like

you here also? Get the out of

my house, back to wherever you

came from, down below therel"

At first Antiochus made no re-

ply. I looked him over: He was of

considerable stature — regal, you

might say — broad of shoulder and

quite round in his middle. I noticed

a big, thick book under his right

Arm. Finally he spoke.

"I'm sorry, Segal, he said, "that

you don't seem to understand what

I'm here in your house for this

evening - - - particularly at this

Chanukah time.

This year, as in all the years since

Uncle Ezra launched the custom,

on the Saturday night that falls dur-

ing the Chanukah period, "every-

body" will come to the biggest com-

munity party oi the season.

As always. Uncle Ezra's daughter,

Manya, and Mrs. Cassidy's eldest.

Marge, will be in charge of the

kitchen, frying latkes by the thou-

sand. Otto Schlegal, though he is

quite old now, will again super-

vise the "bar" - - - serving ginger

ale and cokes to the ladies and the

kids, sweet wine to the men. Jake

- - he is Uncle Ezra's oldest son - -

will play the fiddle as part of the

three-man orchestra, the other in-

struments being a guitar and a bala-

laika; and Jake will also do the

calling for the Hora Hoedown
when the dances will run the gam-

ut from an Israeli Hora to a Vir-

ginia Reel.

And, of course, there will be

tables where low stakes will be

enforced for those who will play

the dreidel game - - the game which,

in Our Town, is known as "Jewish

Put and Take." For the conveni-

ence of the Goyim present - - and

at least half of the participants will

be Goyim - - some of the dreidels

will be marked in Roman charac-

ters; that is, instead of the Hebrew
letters Nun, Gimel, Fleh and Shin,

the letters will be "S" for shell out;

"H" lor half; "G" for gain; and

"X" for nothing.

There will be a big Menorah lor

the Chanukah candles; electric

lights will decorate not only the

door to the School of the Miracu-

lous Dreidel, and the surrounding

yard, but half of the block out in

the street as well. For all know,

Goyim as well as Jews, that Chanu-
kah is the Festival of Illumination;

and in Our Town it has come to

[)e accepted that the Jewish Festi-

val of Illumination corresponds, as

a folk holiday, to the Christian Fes-

tival of Lights which the Goyim

celebrate as Christmas. That's the

way it has been in Our Town since

that night, long ago, when the first

of these coiumunity parties was

held, the party started by Uncle

Ezra, the party when Uncle Ezra

spim the Miraculous Dreidel.

He added the pessimistic

prediction that he and his contem-

poraries were not likely to see them

go on again in their lifetime.

The statesman, like many persons

before and after him, chose the met-

aphor of "lights" to stand for a

whole complex of ideas that go to

make up what we call civilization.

These "lights" of which he spoke

were both material and ethical in

nature; they referred to both the

physical amenities of the modern

world and the ethics which were

supposed to guide it. Death would

be substituted for life, the ingenu-

ity of science would be harnessed to

engines of destruction, and the po-

lite belief that everything in the

realm of the relations between man
and man was either settled or about

to be, would die in agony in the

mud of the battlefields.

Sir Edward might have been

more hopeful - - though no man
who has lived through the recur-

rent crises of our century could say

that his prediction was entirely in-

accurate - - if he had been better

acquainted with the religion of the

Jewish people. For we have provid-

ed ourselves - - with this beautiful

holiday of Hanukah - - with an

annual opportunity to rekindle the

lights which symbolize not only our

peoplehood, but our ethical tradi-

tion as well.

For the glory of this holiday rests

in an acceptance of some of the

hard facts of this world, and the

transcendence of them through an

act of faith.

The Jewish people knows only

too well that the lights can be put

out in the world. It knows what

bestiality and hate can do. But it

also knows that fresh reserves of

faith are available to those who will

use them in true belief. The mir-

acle, as someone once remarked, is

the belief that miracles happen

whenever we are ready to accept

them.

Hanukah is an illustration of the

two sides of the problem which Sir

Edward meant to describe. It is a

holiday with a double edge. On the

one hand, we have the redemption

of the Jewish faith, through the

miracle of the oil which provided

light for eight days, when it was suf-

ficient - - by all hvmian reckoning

- - for but one. On the other hand,

it is the equally great miracle that

made the other possible - - the re-

conquest of the Holy Temple, the

driving out of these who had de-

filed it, the return of the people to

its home.

And what it comes to teach us is

that one is not possible without the

other. The wisdom of the folk tells

us that "God helps those who help

themselves." To which Hanukah

replies, "Exactly."

Every year, at this season, we are

reminded that no light is wholly

lost while men yet remember it. It

is possible - - as we know to our

recurrent great sorrow - - for the

beast to work his will with our

most precious possessions - - our

lives and our liberty. In our own
time we have witnessed the greatest

of these assaults. But the perpetra-

tor of that blooody madness is now
one with Nineveh and Tyre, and

we are here - - though we have lost

many of our brightest spirits - - to

Americans In Israel

By David Ben Schocher
All American Jew first visiting

Israel discovers many interesting

things in the land and also discov-

ers some things about himself. He
finds for instance, that the Israelis

have a special term for him and
his kind. They are Anglo-Saxim.
The Israelis have made a Hebrew-
word out of Anglo-Saxon by giving

it a Hebrew ending. Other English

words have been taken over with-

out change.

But beyond all this, the Ameri-
can visitor may get other surprises.

One of the bearded Anglo-Saxim
visitors from the Bronx, stopping
an Israeli on the street to find di-

rection was taken back when the

Israli answered him in perfest Eng-
lish. "You must have been lifting

in der Bronix," he said in 165th

Street English. But the Israeli had
never been 100 miles from Tel
Aviv.

The Anglo-Saxim might con-

clude after such experiences that

one way for Americans to have
their children speak "the Queen's
English' is to send them to Israel

to get educated. English is taught
in the Israli schools and somehow
it seems that those who speak sev-

eral languages speak each better or

perhaps it is that there is some ad-

vantage to deliberately acquire a

language instead of naturally ab-

sorbing it. The Israelis appear to

have an ear for language. One of

the first humorous stories I heard
on coming to Israel revolved about
the subject.

It seems that a Jerusalemite was
trying to get the new settlement of

Megido on long distance. By mis-

take, he got the Jerusalem Income
Tax office. "Megida?" he asked
over the telephone. "No," respond-

ed the income tax official. "Me-
nehmt da." (We don't give here,

we take here.)

The English language newspa-

jjer, Tlie Jerusalem Post, circulates

some thirty thousand copies daily.

American pocket books are sold by
the carload. Something like 40,000

copies of the Readers Digest are

sold monthly in Israel. Every morn-
ing 500 copies of the New York
Times and Herald Tribune are

flown to Israel. Papers like the

Manchester Guardian have an ex-

tensive sale.

One meets Anglo-Saxim in very

surprising circumstances and places.

I met an Irishman by name of Fitz-

gerald. (To an Israeli, of course,

an Irishman is also an Anglo-Sax-
im!) He had come to Israel in the

war for liberation, fighting on the

side of the Jews. After the war he
remained. A number of Kibbutzim
go in heavily for painting, as a hob-
by, and the Irish Fitzgerald is head
of a joint kibbutz art division.

A grandson of Lewis N. Dembitz,
who was a delegate to the Republi-
can convention which nominated
Lincoln, works as assistant to Jos-

eph Burg, the Minister of Postof-

fice. An outstanding American non-

Jew who has made permanent resi-

dence in Israel is Prof. Walter C.

Lowdermilk, author of the plan for

harnessing the Jordan. Prof. Low-
dermilk is on the Haifa Technion
faculty.

Last summer many American
scientists came to Israel with the

international convention of chem-
ists which met at Rehoboth. The
chemists chose Rehoboth as against

Heidelberg, Germany, which com-
peted for the convention.

At Orot, south of Tel Aviv, a
new settlement of American Jewish
farmers has recently been establish-

lished. There are forty families

from America, each with a three-

room cottage, with cows, chickens,

and each his own orange grove.

A non-Jewish professor of agii-

( iilture visiting Israel said that the

land has resemblance to Texas, so

why can't pecans from which Texas
collects close to a billion dollars a

year, grow there? So now every year

sees new pecan groves, and you can
get a nut sundae now with pecans
grown in Israel.

A shoe manufacturer from Ten-
nessee came to Israel nad establish-

ed the Jerusalem Shoe Company
and now, as one wit put it, Jerusa-

lem is a place not only for the soul

but for the sole.

The head of the Israel Bond or-

ganization visiting the Negeb pick-

ed up a handful of sand.

In recognition ol this great need,

a groujD of twelve men met in the

early spring of 1954 at the home of

iVIilton Steinberger and raised

enough funds to reopen the Tem-

ple in Statesville Avhich Avas built

;.nd first organized in 1883. li was

not used for many years because of

the decreased number of Jewish

families in Statesville.

From then on, things began to

happen — the Temple was recon-

structed, redecorated and reopened.

The first services for the High

Holiday was conducted by Circuit-

Riding Rabbi Harold A. Fried-

man, and a cordial invitation was

sent to surrounding communities

to come and w^orship with us in the

House of God after a lapse of more

than thirty-five years. A renewed

interest in Judaism and in all

phases of Jewish life was of interest

here. We participated in the Cir-

cuit-Riding-Rablji project which

n'as inaugurated in Jidv 195!. A
Sunday School was organized, the

men's organization of 1 emple

Emanuel and the Ladies Auxiliary

of Temple Emantiel were formed,

and our population of Jewish fam-

ilies increased.

But Statesville being a progres-

sive congregation, was not happy

without our own center for edu-

cational purposes and for retrea-

tions. Again a group of men got

toeether and started working to-

bigger and better things for

our community- all members work-

ed diligently in raising funds funds

and to go ahead to build the new

center. "The Fulfilment OF A
Dream COME TRUE."

Tlie new building is located on

a beautiful site attached to our

Temple, and is of a semi-modern

type of architecture and design.

The center wing will include Sun-

day School space, meeting space,

recreation space and a Beautiful

modern kitchen completely fur-

nished.

The eighteen families who make

up the Statesville population are

quite proud of their accomplish-

ment. There has been lots of work

and planning during the construc-

tion of the new building and much
credit goes to Elliott Cohen, chair-

man of the building committee,

and Louis Gordon, president of

the congregation. Being a small

congregation every member of the

men and ladies group worked

willingly. The final results are well

worth all the effort put into this

project, and all agree the work has

not been in vain. Mr. Albert Gru-

enhiu is vice-president and Dr. Wal-

Icae Hoffman is secretary-treasurer

of the congregation. Rabbi Eli Got-

tesman is the circuit-riding rabbi,

and he took part in the rededi-

( ation of the Temple and the dedi-

cation of the Center on December

1st, 1957.

No better tribute could be ari^'-

en to the community, to the wis-

dom of communal leaders, to the

many generous contributors who
made the construction possilile,

and for the wonderftd fulfillment

of the promise it holds in cultural,

cdticational and recreational ad-

vantages in the years which lie

ahead.

A Challenge To Greensboro
Many of the Jewish communities in our area have grown

rapidly in numbers, without a compensating "growing up" in
their attitude regarding this groAvth. Of course, where the in-

crease has been gradual, it is understandable that it sometimes
fails to point to the doing of things that the additional num-
bers make necessary.

Greensboro is one of the cities where the growth of the
Jewish population in the past ten years has been nothing short
of remarkable. Our folks have been alert in some respects to

adapt themselves to the changed conditions. The building of

Beth David Synagogue, for example, has taken cognizance of

the fact that all of the worshipers could not be accommodated
in one House of God. And even here, despite the new syna-
gogue, and the expansion of Temple Emanuel, both congre-
gations are bursting at the seams to function adequately.

The Greensboro Jewish community has been unexcusably
remiss however, in one important direction.

There are now about 300 children of religious-school age,

in both congregations. Within another five years that might
well increase by at least twenty-five per cent, if the present rate

of Jewish population growth is maintained. This calls for a

condition that should be met promptly.

These children, and their older brothers and sisters need a

place for recreation, for cultural advancement. Our present
facilities are woefully inadequate. While we have no present
problem of juvenile delinquency, we should not wait until we
do. The situation calls for, in our opinion, the establishment of

a Jewish Community Center in Greensboro.

Unless we approach this problem in a common-sense man-
ner, we are apt to anticipate some bugaboos that do not actu-

ally exist. To some, there will immediately loom the thought

of an expensive building, a costly staff, etc., and what the fi-

nancial aspect of such a move means. This is not our idea at all.

First of all, we must have a meeting of minds on the need
for such a venture. Once this is achieved, we must plan to start

the project on a scale commensurate with the means in imme-
diate prospect. As we go along, and the small start encourages
us to do more, w^e can expand, step by step, until the larger,

more pretentious accommodations seem justified by the suc-

cess we will have, plus the increasing needs.

There are many Jewish communities in our sphere of in-

fluence where this step has already been taken: Asheville,

Wilmington, Columbia and Charleston, South Carolina, to

mention but a few. Some of these have Jewish populations
smaller than has Greensboro. While some of them have had
problems (for the most part due to the fact that they wanted
to walk before they could creep), most of them are doing very
well.

It is not alone the problem of our youth that would be
helped by a Center. A place for adult Jewish education, some-

where to accommodate events involving visiting dignitaries

and speakers, a place to hold meetings of the various com-
munity organizations, would be automatically provided, plus

the opportunity to do things that we haven't been able to do
up to now, because a place was lacking.

We must forget the Greensboro of old, with its 100 Jewish
families, and realize that w^e now are a community of approxi-

mately four times that size - - and still growing.

We have on all sides of us, striking examples of what Jew-
ish communities of twenty or thirty Jewish families have re-

cently done in the building of synagogues. Their achieve-

ments merely show what dedicated people can do. Can Greens-
boro do less?

Our suggestion is for an immediate get-together of those

who have already indicated interest in such a project. Here we
could discuss the feasibility of the idea, weighing the things

to be gained with the possible obstacles. In this way a start

could be made to positive action.

We urge deep consideration of this proposal, to the end
that the Greensboro Jewish community will take its place wdth
our neighbor communities that have already seen the light. It

is a challenge to Greensboro that we would like to see met
- - and now.

A Reading ''Musf'
The autobiography of Eddie Cantor, whose daughter Mary-

lin charmed us so when she appeared in his place for Israel

Bonds in Greensboro last month, makes delightful reading.

Entitled "Take My Life," it is a forthright story of the humble
beginnings of a man who surmounted obstacles to become
one of the outstanding stage, television, screen, and radio per-

sonalities of the century. One would have to penetrate quite

deeply into the back-woods to discover anyone who was not
familiar with our beloved Eddie, and what he has meant to our
present day living.

For it is not as an entertainment personality that Eddie
Cantor's name will go down into history. It will be rather for

his magnificent efforts in causes Jewish that he will be long
remembered with gratitude. He learned early in life what it

meant to be without the elementary things in life. His strug-

gles must have imbued him with the fiery zeal to see to it that

others would not have to combat the difficulties which he, in

later years, overcame.

It has been reliably estimated that Mr. Cantor has partici-

pated in fund-raising of all kinds that has resulted in returns
of some two hundred and eighty millions of dollars, and he
is not through yet, although the drain on his health has been
stich as to make mandatory a dimunition of his efforts.

Mr. Cantor, in his book, tells of his intimate contacts with
many of the people whose names have been long familiar to

most of us Irving Berlin, Sophie Tucker, Fannie Brice,

The lather of the house had gone

The
women cry with the widow. The
men shake their heads in puzzle-

ment; sit there in meditation, hav-

ing nothing to say.

Then one of them breaks the

silence. He says this is one ot those

things you never can understand.

This husky, active man going that

way. And why?

Another wonders why strong and
able people aren't allowed to live

it out, in accordance with their

strength. It doesn't look fair, does

it? he asks the others.

One of thcni thinks he has the

answer. He says isn't that the best

way to go — quick, no suffering, all

over in a minute, or in a second,

maybe? 1 hat's the way he himself

would like to go.

He brings this philosophy finally

to the widow - - "Please under-

stand me," he tells her. "Think of

all the pain he missed, going so

quick, the way he did - - - in one

moment. Think of many others to

whom dying is a torturing experi-

ence to themselves and their peo-

ple. But he escaped all that - - went

so quickly, quietly, and without

pain. That's something, thank

God!"

The widow isn't to be comforted

by this. She saw him last that monr-

ing - - - so vigorous, cheerful. To
him living looked like a long, long

stretch ahead that morning. He
had a date for lunch downtown.

More and more of the friends

drop in. The living room is full

of them. So many crying. The dark-

ness of sorrow seems to blur even

the sheen of the big mirror over

the mantelpiece. There's one who
is still to arrive in this living room

a few hours hence she will be

there. She is flying to get there

from Pittsburgh -

stars, above the clouds.

The mourners whisper. One of

them remembers the 23rd Psalm—

"That's out of our Jewish teach-

ing," he says' " 'Yea, though I walk

through the valley of the shadow of

death, I will fear no evil, for Thou
art with me' - - - That's the way
that Psalm goes."

Another recalls the Psalm where

it read: "Behold Thou hast made
my days as handbreaths; and mine

age is nothing before Thee - -

Lord, make me to know mine end,

and the measure of my days what

it is" "And that's it," says this

friend of the dead man. "That's

it. We don't know how long we're

going to live, and would it be a

good thing for any of us to be told

the day of our dying? It's wisdom
of God that we aren't told in ad-

vance."

So the evening creeps away in

sorrow. 9 p. m.! The expected vis-

itor who has been flying in out of

the stars, from Pittsburgh, hasn't

arrived. The airport is called. Sor-

ry, they say, the plane is going to

be a bit late.

The widow still cries for the

man. He to have to go that way,

she sobs. He in the midst of very

busy activity! He to have to go that

way without any warning! He was
looking for a long life.

So it goes on into midnight

Doorbell rings. At last! The await-
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ed visitor out of the sky is there—
no grief on her face. She smiles,

looks around, even looks at me,
and greets me with a laughing that

takes up all her face. Her laughter

might be asking, "What you all

crying about? I liked it so much up
there flying among the stars."

She's a baby of 9 months in the

arms of her father. This man who
had died that day was her grandpa,

and with her father and mother
she had flown in to be -with grand-

ma. In an instant she alters the

whole picture of sorrow in the

house - - - Like an artist doing a

scene over to make more light.

She takes hold of the sorrowing

grandma, and grandma no longer

cries; she smiles with the baby. Her

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HARRY SIMOHHOFF

Transplanted Charlestonian now of

Miami, Florida

Brought over from Lithuania a

child two to three years old Harry

Simonhoff cannot remember any-

thing beyond Atlanta, Ga., where

his father, with rabbinical qualifi-

cations, held a position as hazan,

shochet, m o h e 1 and o^eneralO
sjTjagogue officiant. The Atlan-

ta community was largely
immigrant and Yiddish speak-

ing, a virtual transplantation of the

"Shteil", with its virtues and short-

comings, its charities and bicker-

ing largely centered around the

synagogue. Here Harry absorbed in

«arly childhood the mores and way

of life that obtained in East Europe

for centuries, impressions he ncAer

forgot.

Suddenly this foreign existence

on American soil ended when the

family moved to Charleston. Rever-

end Jacob J.
Simonhoff now offici-

ated at the Brith Shalom, the syna-

gogue organized back in 1856. The
congregation contained American

intigrated members of the second

or even third generation. (David

Bernstein, the publisher of the

Times-Outlook had two grand-

fathers who remembered the Civil

War.) The community was ortho-

dox and most of the stores were

closed on Saturday. Many bearded

patriarchs gave the tone of pious

dignity to the synagogue service.

The Reform Temple, K. K. Beth

Elohim, had a distinguished his-

tory of almost two centuries, with a

long list of eminent personalities

from the Revolution to the War of

Secession.

In the atmosphere of the Old
South, scarcely touched by expand-

ing industrial America, Harry Sim-

onhoff went to Bennett Public

School and with his father as teach-

er studied Hebrew, the Bible, and
several tractates of the Talmud. In-

stead of going to High School he

acquired business experience work-

ing in stores. At twenty he enter-

ed the College of Charleston, a

venerable institution founded dur-

ing the Revolution, with a limited

student body and small faculty,

that offered excellent courses in

history, literature and the classics.

On receiving the Bachelor of Arts

degree the World War erupted.

Simonhoff was rejected on account

of defective eyesight, but placed in

a category to be called at any
time for special service. During
this uncertain period he attended

law school at the State Capital and
graduated from the University of

South Carolina.

Returning to Charleston he en-

tered the prominent law-office of

Logan and Grace and took an ac-

tive part in the city's controversial

politics. John P. Grace was elected

Mayor and his faction became
dominant. In 1920 Simonhoff cam-

paigned successfully for the State

Legislature and served two years.

He ran again but was defeated by

the Klu-Klux-Klan, a sinister force

that rose to dangerous prominence
after World War I. The Cirace

candidates were defeated one after

the other by these dangerous big-

ots. Economic conditions worsened

in Charleston, and at the same
time the Florida land boom began

to assume vast proportions, attract-

ing the eyes of all America. In Jan-

uary 1925 Harry Simonhoff server-

ed his connections in Charleston

and became a resident of Miami,

Florida.

The fantastic boom was perhaps

the strangest adventure ever experi-

enced by the incoming participants.

Harry and his brother Sam went

down to practice law in the accus-

tomed conservative way. It was,

however, difficult to resist Ijein.J

caught in the spiral that was ever

swirling upwards. Possessing be-

tween them less than $10,000, on

arrival they were reputed million-

aires before the year was over. It

was also impossible to resist being

swept into the vortex. By 1920, not

HARRY SIMONHOFF

only did their million vanish but

their original capital dwindled
away to nothing.

Now they were broke, and had
to begin all over again. Yet the

knowledge gained during the orgy

of speculation proved invaluable

later on. Slowly they built up their

practice and weathered the black

depression until the Ncav Deal re-

stored the confidence and the

economics of the land. In the 1930s

the Simonhoff brothers were able

to build a hotel on the ocean front

of Miami Beach.

In Miami Harry Simonhoff re-

sumed the activities in Jewish life

that occupied him in Charleston.

Shortly after arrival he assisted in

founding Sholem Lodge of the

B'nai Brith. During the frenzy of

the boom he formed a group to

initiate the United Palestine Ap-

peal and became Chairman of the

drive. One of the organizers of the

Miami Zionist district he was the

driving force of all the United

Jewish Appeal campaigns until the

Federation was inaugurated. Dur-

ing the dangerous Nazi anti-Semitic

agitations of the 1930s he was head

of the Jewish defense group and

induced Henry Monsky and Rich-

ard Gudstadt to open the Miami
Anti-Defamation Office, one of the

first in the land outside of Chicago

and New York. In 1943 he was

elected the South Florida Delegate

to the American Jewish Confer
ence which met in New York tc

formulate the Palestine Resolutior

as the will of American Jewry. In

the second World War he served

on the Civil Defense, and enlisted

in the U. S. Coast Guard.

After the War he ceased all or-

ganizational activities to devote

himself to writing. For several year
he traveled abroad visiting about

36 countries, at the same time writ

ing a weekly column for the Anglo
Jewish press. A resume of thoughts

and impressions gleaned as world
traveller were collected and pub
lished in his first book, "Under
Strange Skies". Harry Simonhoff
lives in Miami and spends a part of

the year in New York researching

into American Jewish history. Eni
gaged in writing a trilogy on Ame
rican Jewish Notables, he has com-

pleted the second volume which is

now in the process of publication.

The story of American Jewrv is

presented in a novel manner by

Harry Simonhoff, a product of the

South. He starts with the vear 177G

and tells the life story of the out-

standing Jew of each year. Thus;

his book JEWISH NOTABLES IN.

AMERICA 1776-1865 begins with

the year of American Independence

and ends with the close of the Con-

federate War. The second volume

Israel.

It was once said of a candidate

for the American Presidency who
was a bachelor that he did not mar-

ry because he was already wed to

the Constitution, and if he took a

wife, that would be bigamy.

Isaac Carmel has been married

to Zionism from almost the days of

Herzl, but marriage to a young
Israeli woman has only strength-

ened his love for Israel.

Carmel has never held any of-

ficial position in the Zionist move-

ment, but he lives, eats and talks

Israel.

They tell a story that some years

back he was looking for a Zionist

convention at the Commodore Ho-
tel but, by accident, strayed into

a meeting of Master Plumbers As-

socitaion. Carmel sat down and be-

gan to listen to the speakers. Fi-

nally, the chairman announced that

there remained five minutes before

adjournment and invited all who

had anything to get off their chest

to come to the platform. There was
a pause and none of the plumbers
arose. Carmel then arose and said,

"Mr. Chairman, since none of the

delegates care to speak about
plumbing, do you mind if I use a

few minutes to speak about Israel?"

Through thick and thin, storm

and wind, Carmel is the insuper-

able optimist about Israel. What
Israel does is right is his maxim.

Some years back, when he first

began commuting to Israel, he was
present during Succoth at a board-

ing house in Tel Aviv, frequented

by many American Jewish visitors.

In Israel, the second day of the

holidays observed in the Diaspora

are not kept. A bearded American

Jew from the Bronx who was
among the guests rose to protest the

non-observance. Immediately Car-

mel jumped up and turning to the

Jew from the Bronx, said: "Listen,

you. The Torah was given in these

parts and not in the Bronx, and
you don't tell them about keeping

the holidays." That hushed him up.

Carmel is a great husher-upper.

The doorman at the meetings of

the American Council for Judaism,
they say, has instructions not to let

the little red-faced man with the
glistening eyes in. He is apt to turn
the meetings of these anti-Zionists

into pandemonium with some of his

challenging heckling.

Carmel's basic occupation was
that of insurance man, but that has
only been, so to speak, a staff of
simple subsistence. His real heart
has been in Zionism and whatever
he did and wherever he went he has
bespoken its cause. At some time
or other, in some capacity or other,

every Zionist in America must have
heard Carmel speak.

He is not a college graduate. He
exhibits no surpassing erudition in

his public speaking. He suffers from
the impediment of small stature;

yet at a meeting with other promi-
nent speakers, he will often appear
to make the greatest impression.

Meyer Weisgall once testified to

this and asked Carmel himself how
he explained it. "Meyer," replied

Carmel, "I have one thing in my
favor — sincerity." And no one can
gainsay that. Similar testimony to

his effectiveness is borne by Pierre

Van Paasen who, incidentally, was

brought into the Jewish fold, as i

were, by Carmel. At the time, Vai
Paasen, a non-Jew, was writing ;

column for an Atlanta, Ga. mornl
ing paper. The Constitution. Car
mel was impressed by the liberal

ism of Van Paasen's point of viev
and began to visit him and tall

with him, and the Zoinist educa
tion of Van Paasen began.

Three years ago, he decided tc

burn his bridges behind him anc
settle in Israel. Pierre Van Paaser
presided at the farewell meeting
for Carmel and Lipsky and a score

of other national leaders of Zion-

ism paid tribute to Carmel.

Re-settling at seventy is a pretty

hazardous business. When he ar-

rived in Israel, Mrs. Ben Gurion,
who had known him back in the
days when she was a bride, said to

him, "Carmel, you are an old man."

Carmel smiled. A year later he
visited the Ben Gurions with a

young wife. "I am an old man?"!
quenied Carmel, with a grin cov-

ering his face. The truth is - - you
can't associate Carmel with old age.

He is effervescent, bubbling, al-

most reborn now with his new
wife and a greater love than ever
for Israel.

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\A Candle of Understanding
Guest Editorial by Dr. Frank W. Lovejoy, National Program
Consultant^ National Conference of Christians and Jews.

Once more the nation pauses in the midst of its economic,
political and military problems to inventory its progress to-

ward and its failures of Brotherhood. In an officialy proclaim-
ed Brotherhood Week there is time to look at progress and
problem.

The idea of Brotherhood among men is as old as the words
of Esdras, but as new and probably much more important than
the latest scientific discovery. Nor is it an accident that this an-
nual inventory comes during the week containing George
Washington's birthday.

Virtually all Americans know of Washington's military ser-

vices and of his political achievements as the country's first

President. Most have in their minds the picture of Washington
on his knees at Valley Forge. Few people, however, know of
Washington's real contributions in lighting "candles of under-
standing."

During his terms as President of the United States, Wash-
ington was called upon to give advice on many problems. Not
the least of these by far was that of human understanding be-
tween religious groups. As a youth Washington had been raised
within the framework of an established church, in colonies

which disenfranchised Jews and Catholics, and among people
noted for religious bickering. As President he found himself
the head of a nation whose ne^v -^vay of government proclaimed
religious freedom for all.

In a series of six letters Washington enunciated four main
thoughts about religious freedom which have merit for us in

1958-

Writing to the United Baptist Churches in Virginia Wash-
ington stated clearly his belief that the manner in which a per-

son worshiped was a right and not a privilege. Here is what he
said:

".
. . for you, doubtless, remember that I have also ex-

pressed my sentiment that every man, conducting him-
self as a good citizen, and being accountable to God
alone for his religious opinions, ought to be protected in

worshiping the Deity according to the dictates of his own
conscience."

A companion letter addressed to the First Baptist Church of
Baltimore enunciated Washington's second idea: No religious
test can be applied to a person seeking public office. To this

group he wrote:

".
. . In this enlightened age and in this land of equal

liberty it is our boast that a man's religious tenets will

not forfeit the protection of the laws, nor deprive him
of the right of attaining and holding the highest offices

that are known in the United States."

A third contribution to religious understanding can be sum-
marized by saying that Washington believed all groups of per-

sons—regardless of religious belief—have equal opportunity un-
der the law. This he phrased in a letter addressed to Roman
Catholics:

"As mankind becomes more liberal they will be more
apt to allow, that all those who conduct themselves as

worthy members of the community are equally entitled

to the protection of civil government. I hope ever to see

America among the foremost nations in examples of jus-

tice and liberality."

A fourth and final idea was expressed in a letter to the Pres-

byterian Church of Washington, D. C:
"While all men within our territories are protected in

worshiping the Deity according to the dictates of their

conscience; it is rationally expected to be returned from
them, that they will be emulous of evincing the sincerity

of their professions by the innocence of their lives and
the beneficence of their actions."

In this letter Washington added a cap-stone: Each shall re-

spect the religious beliefs of another.

The years have marched by and now we find ourselves in

1958. On every side there is pressure for us to put all faith of
survival in the physical sciences. Certainly these are important.
Man has shown, however, that he survives also because of a way
of life based upon Brotherhood. What better way of strengthen-

ing the patterns of human understanding than to pause in our
thinking and ask ourselves: Are we taking time to keep alight

the candles of understanding Washington enimciated so clear-

ly?

Our American way of life is based on the concept of brotherhood:
giving to others the same rights and privileges we would like for our-

selves. Our free enterprise society is based on the concept of the utiliza-

tion of the most efficient human skills and the most efficient machine
skills. The challenge to all of us today - - labor, management, govern-

ment - - is to implement these principles to their fullest extent in prac-

tice so that we may maintain and expand our system for the benefit o£

all.

This means that discrimination in employee-employer relations is

contrary to the best in our way of life. Discrimination in industry is

costly. It has been estimated that it costs thirty billion dollars a year for

the luxury of not using the best possible human skills because we dis-

criminate in recruiting, promotion, and other facets of our employment
patterns because of colo)-, creed, national origin, sex, age, economic sta-

tus. Not to use the best person available is inefficient. Again, to dis-

criminate is contrary to the principles of our Judaeo-Christian heritage

and to the ethical principles of the major religions of the world. The
love for one's neighbor must mean in practice doing unto others as you
^vould have them do to you.

We know, too, that as persons in so-called minority groups receive

equal opportunities to increase their income, they add to the general

prosperity of all. In addition, the cultural gap that exists in certain

areas of our population can be bridged by increasing the opportunities

for cultural advancement when income is increased through equal op-

portunities in the labor-management field.

We know that management seeks a stable community in which to

establish new plants. Discrimination, causing restlessness in the com-
munity, is therefore a handicap to the industrial expansion of any lo-

cality. Discrimination, unrestrained, can bring anarchy, threatening

the basic structure of our law, which in addition to protecting human
and civil rights, protects private property.

We must be sensitive, too, on the international level of the Russian

propaganda of their superiority in granting equal opportunity.

For these and other reasons, we should practice brotherhood every

day in the year. Brotherhood Week presents an opportunity to rededi-

cate ourselves to the acceptance of every individual as a human being,^

with a spark of divinity, to be judged on his or her own capacity and
merit.

But that good will

and idealism on the part of cne

Jewish individual is often lacking.

All too frequently Jews find the

synagogue of value to them only

for three days a year .. . . Rosh

Hashana and Yom Kippur . . .

and have no interest in becom-

ing annual members. Since the

synagogue has extra expenditures

during these High Holidays, it

has established the custom—now
almost universal in the U.S.A.

among all the three denomina-

tions — of charging an admission

fee, of selling tickets, for these

High Holiday services. Sometimes,

as in the case of the town where

this writer recently spent the High
Holidays, the synagogue's annual

expenditures are so high that it

even charges its own members an

Many, if not most, synagogues

in this country have a set dues for

their members, which all must
pay equally. However, in cases

where the dues are high, those mem-
bers who can plead poverty before

the Board of Trustees, Board of

Governors or Finance Committee
of the synagogue are permitted to

pay less. Many of these poorer

members, especially in smaller

communities where people know
each other well, fell degraded

when they have to go through this

Certainly synagogues need

money for their upkeep — often

lots of it.

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A Mother In Israel

Kirya T-Amal, Israel — So many
ot the Jewish festivals have an ag-

ricultural significance, as well as

a religious one. The reason for

this is that the Jewish people, when

they lived as a nation in their

ancient Palestine, were chiefly an

agricultural pepole.

This gives a special flavour to

the festivals as they are celebrated

in Israel today, particularly by

ANITA ENGEL

people living in the country areas.

Our seasons are the same as those

of the patriarchs and the pro-

phets, who drew from the land of

Israel their physical nourishment

and their spiritual force.

It may seem a platitude to men-

tion that we enjoy the same sea-

sons as our forefathers who origi-

nated the festivals. This statement

is based on the rather frigid mem-
ories of the way we celebrated the

Feast of the Tabernacles in the

Fall when I was a child in Calgary,

Alberta.

I remcmbei seeing our aged

neighbour sitting in his Succah,

eating his meals for seven days

iiuddled in overcoat, woolen scarf

and knitted cap, because of this

difference of climate.

In Israel, Succoih is one of our

loveliest holidays. The heat of the

summer has subsided, and the

land has given of its bounty. The
succoth are things of beauty, fra-

grant with fresh branches and all

manner of fruit and \egetables.

We glean ours from our own
garden, or buy them from the

Arabs who bring them round in

heaped paniers suspended on
either side of their donkeys. Spe-

cial merchants in the neighbor-

hood of the synagogues sell the

four items which arc traditional

to Succoth — the palm branch,

sprig of myrtle, willow branch,

and ethrog.

Every family tries to produce

something uniquely original or

artistic in the construction and

decoration of their Succha. In our

family we just let nature speak

for itself. In our area, in the

mountains of Lower Galilee are

the remnants of the ancient oaks

of the Bible. They have acorns

which are pure fairyland. We use

branches of these Holy Oaks to

form our Succah, and the atoms
to adorn it.

This is the time of the great

juicy red pomegranite, the fruit

•>o beloved by the people of the

Bible. Egg plants shine richly pm-
ple. Golden squash, at least three

feet in length, and artistically

contorted, are heaped with care-

ful casualness in the corneis.

rile agricultural siguilicance of

Succoth is plain to anyone who
has e\er \'isited Israel, lor it is

not only the end ol the summer
harvest season, but also the begin-

ning ol the second growing season,

which comes with the winter

rains. In Israel, there never seems

to be an end, but only fresh begin-

nings.

The idea of a perpetual cycle

is carried o\er into the joyous

holiday of Simhat Torah which

brings the week of Succoth to an

end. The annual reading cycle of

the Five Books of Moses is ended,

and the new reading cycle is im-

mediately begun.

To get the full flavour of Sim-

hat Torah, you must see it cele-

brated in the synagogues of Ye-

As the line of children

prance around the Torah scrolls,

the Reader calls out "You blessed

lambs!" And the children ansAver

in unison "Meeeh-meeeh.'

uaJs are to get tJic impression that

the synagogue is becoming a com-

mercial entertainment business

rather than a rehgious institution,

all the money in the world won't

assure the future of the synagogue

in America. I appreciate, I sym-

pathize with, the problems with

which many synagogues have to

urestle in maintaining themselves

financially. But if they on their

part claim that too many Jewish

individuals are not doing the right

thing by them, do not display a

spirit of justice, good-will and self-

respect in their contribution to-

ward the synagogue — it is up to

the synagogue to try to bring out

that spirit, to bring to the sur-

face the feeling for justice, charity

and self-respect that lie dormant

in the indvidual, instead of bury-

ing it even deeper and helping to

develop an ever more cynical at-

titude on the part of th& individ-

ual toward this one institution

which should be the main inspira-

tion for Jewish idealistic thought

and action.

inously expensive structures, paynig

ial)l)is too high salaries, etc., and

then must ask their membership

most of whom are not of the

wealthy class — to carry the load by

making extra payments. In this

inflationary age, synagogues which

take upon themselves an enormous

financial burden are taking no

thought of the morrow when the

l)ubble may burst and the upkeep

of these expensive religious institu-

tions may become \ irtually impos-

sible.

If this is the case, then I believe

that the methods adopted by many,

if not most of our synagogues in

financing and maintaining them-

selves materially are wrong. Some-

times these methods — as in the

of the above-mentioned institution

which charges its members extra

for the High Holidays — stem from

the fact that synagogues are living

l^eyond their means, building enor-

Uut c\en those synagogues which

arc not burdened with over-large

expenditures often display the

wrong spirit in their methods of

assessing both their memberships

and the casual three-day-a-year syna-

gogue visitor. Let us take the latter

jiroblem first: the problem of

chaiging non-members for admis-

sion to the High Holiday services.

No Christian church does that—

they wclccjme casual people who
come to their churches to pray,

listen to a sermon and perhaps be

inspired to join the church and

contribute to it according to their

individual capacity. Is there rel-

atively more idealism around

Chiistian churches than aroiuid

synagogues in this country? I'm

afraid so. But at least, part of the

blame for this lies, as I've indicated

above, in the fact that synagogue

leaders have not striven to foster,

develop and strengthten that lelig-

ious idealism on the part of the
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jcwish indi\idual as Christian

churches have striven to do it in the

case of their members. By charging

admission lor attendance at High

Holiday services, the synagogue

helps to coniirm the three-day-a-

year attendent in his belief that all

a Jewish religious institution is

good for is lo helj^ allay his super-

stitious fears of his dead ancestors

and of bad luck during the coming-

year by letting him listen to the

blowing of the shofar and allowing

liim to say Yizkor. There ought to

be a better inethod of raising money
ffjr the synagogue than the method
of "no payment, no praying on the

High Holidays."

Perhaps a request for a volun-

tary contribution on the part of the

individual as he enters the syna-

gogue for the Rosh Hashana and

Yom Kippur e\ e services would suf-

fice to raise as much money as is

now obtained from the sale of tick-

ets. Then, too, on Rosh Hashana
and Yom Kippiu, when Jews are

pondering the matter of life and
death, rabbis might appeal to their

hearers to remember the synagogue

in their wills. Appeals for bequests

are, I am told, made from time to

time in chinches, bm hardly ever

in synagogues. Why?

But the problem of membership
assessment is after all the most im-

portant one in connection with the

upkeep of the synagogue. In the

smaller conmninities and in the

suburbs of large cities to which

Jews are now flocking the over-

whelming majority of Jews arc

members of a synagogue center, not

merely High Holiday worshippers.

Is it right to set an equal dues for

each member, even though incomes

are very unequal? Actually, those

synagogues which themselves set

an equal dues recognize that it isn't

right when they make all sorts of

exceptions to this ride. But, as

noted abo\e, the individual who is

For 2500 years the Yemenite

Jews were segiegated in a corner

of the Arabian Peninsula. They
were isolated. They had no con-

tact with \\'estcrn ci\ilization and
modern cidtiue, which others o£

Jewish origin had helped to de-

\elop. When the state of Israel was
born, they left an ancient world

for the first time, where they had
taken on the colorings of their

Arab and Oriental neighbors,

e\en while holding fiercely to

their own customs, beliefs and in-

dividuality. 'Ihcy came into the

modern, but brought their treasure

with them. Eager to prove they had
preserved a pure cultural heritage,

they produced a theatrical com-

pany.

Since c\ery Jew has absorbed

the tradition and conception of

life fn)m the land in whicli he
lives, the Yemenites whose place

of exile has been the Orient have
a folklore rich with ancient Ori-

ental traits, lliis, of course, would
find its way into their new art

form. They drew upon Biblical

subjects and the new Israeli cur-

rent witli its struggle for existence

to round out the elements upon
which they established a theatre.

This expression has burst forth to

I^reak the silence of a people that

has lasted for generations.

Their exhibition has defied defi-

nition. Its fame has been spread

by a constant stream of visitors

out of Israel where Inbal perform-

ed daily throughout the year; but

nobody yet has been able to place

it in a single category.

It

has boiled down the essence of a

people that has existed for thou-

sands of years into an exciting and
living spirit in terms of rhythm,

movement and song.

Robert A. Magowan, a distingruish-
ed layman of the Episcopalian
Church, praised the charitable prin-
ciples of the Jewish people and cited
tliem as "an inspiration to giving"
in an address in New York City No-
vember 20. during a dinner in his
honor at the Plaza Hotel in New
York City by National Jewish Hos-
pital at Denver.

and make a Reappraisal of Brotherhood today. It is heart-warm-
ing to recall the Psalmist who said . . . "Behold, how good and
how pleasant it is for brethren to dwell together in unity."

Psalm 133. The word unity unmistakably does not imply preju-

dice. Prejudice is not natural nor inborn, but is rather a prod-
uct of social life, as sociologically it may become inherited from
parent to child. Our minds are conditioned and sensitized in

certain patterns towards some groups, and unless we are cor-

rected, we breed a malignancy of ill-feelings culminated with
animosities and bigotry, which are undeniably repugnant to

the American way of life. It said, "prejudice squints when it

looks, and lies when it talks," while a pious and undefiled de-

mocracy is passion for justice and a loathing for injustice.

Americanism is really non-sectarianism, as we share tlie

right to exercise and enjoy the basic Four Freedoms. Today,
top-notch consultants are advising the Government what is

vitally needed to strengthen our country against the threats of

Soviet communism and its evils of totalitarianism. If I u^ere

also a "consultant," I would advocate now ... a complete Re-
appraisal of Brotherhood with a diagnosis and beneficial rem-
edy for a healthier Americanism, which will simultaneously
strengthen the welfare and security of our beloved coimtry.

Br^otherhood is not just a word ... it is more than a good in-

tention, a sermon from the pulpit or capsules of simple punch-
lines in a vocabulary. During my chaplaincy duties at Veterans
and City Hospitals, I have witnessed many trials and tribula-

tions affecting people. It is clear that poverty, suffering and
disease are non-sectarian. It was the illustrious MOSES MAI-
MONIDES, eminent rabbi and physician, who said in his role

as humanitarian, "In my eyes, there is no difference between
Jewish measles. Christian mumps, or Moslem diphtheria." A
patient is to be treated as a human being . . . with reverence and
compassion in bringing about a remedy, because when a germ
and bacteria strike, they do not submit a "questionaire" as

to creed, color, or faith. The rabbis in Tractate SANHEDRIN
. . 105a . . maintain "The righteous of all nations have their

share in the world to come." Our sages say, in Vayikro Rabbah
and in the Talmud Yerushalmi . . Berachos 2 . . that "there are
saintly men among the nations of the earth . .

."

In the past decade, we have witnessed ten amazing years of
miracles with sensational changes unmatched in history, as they
span a period of phenomenal growth that has altered the face

of this country. Science and industry have ushered in the jet

age and commenced the nuclear age. Medical science has at-

tained miraculous and triumphant heights, as it continues with
its research. What progress and welfare have we achieved in

brotherhood? A painting at an exhibition drew the special at-

tention of the judges. It depicted a vineyard with juicy fruits

on its vines. In front of the fence surrounding the vineyard a
watchman was placed to guard it against intruders. The fruit

was so realistically portrayed, that flying birds mistook it for
real and descended to pick on it. This fascinated the judges who
were ready to award the painter first prize, Avhereupon one of
them voiced an objection. When interrogated as to the reason
for this objection to the majority opinion, he replied, "It is

true that the painter did an excellent piece of work insofar as

the fruit is concerned, for it was able to deceive the healthy and
natural instincts of birds. He failed, miserably, however, in por-
traying the watchman, for otherwise the birds wouldn't dare
descend so near a man. The application is self-explanatory! Civ-
ilization succeeded in bringing forth a beautiful vineyard, but
failed miserably insofar as MAN is concerned. Most people are
dazzled by the vineyard and FAIL to look at the plight of man.
I'nless wc develop mentally and spiritually, as we have me-

Needed: A New Form

of Philanthropy

The cost of active synagogue affiliation has risen to a point
where a real problem is presented. We were reminded of this

recently in discussions which we had with some kinfolk who
live in a suburban community adjacent to New York City. But
the facts developed in this discussion are equally applicable to

other communities, notably many in our own area.

We are in no sense criticizing the increasing costs of syna-
gogue maintenance. We are fully aware of ^vhat makes this in-

crease necessary. It is at one with many comparable situations
in our present-day economy. Our principal concern is the de-
vising of some plan which will not deprive future generations of

Jews of the many benefits that come with synagogue affiliation.

In the northern commtmity to \vhich we have above re-

ferred, the local synagogue, in addition to having a minimum
dues, also charges for the use of its religious school, text-books,
bar and bas mitzvah and confirmation occasions, the use of the
kitchen, etc., etc. The result is that this particular community
[has an excessively high rate of non-affiliation. The folks, for the
most part, are young married couples, with two or three small
children, who are engaged in ' white-collar" occupations in
nearby Manhattan. It is not because they do not want to, that
they do not affiliate. They just can't see their way clear to ab-
sorb the costs in their budget. Rent, food and clothing are
expenses that must be met. Everything else . . . including syna-
gogue affiliation ... is contingent upon the ability to afford it.

One method of meeting this problem comes to mind. It

was suggested by a synagogue u'hich ^ve once saw, that had sev-
eral beautiful stained-glass memorial windows, the gifts of
affluent members. This method would call for a new type of
philanthropy on the part of those who are in a position to give.
We would propose that each synagogue create a special fund,
to which it would invite contributions, and which would be
made available to supplement such amounts as those who have
been kept from affiliation by reason of costs, can actually afford.
In that way the synagogue would get its full, needed assess-
ments, and the individual would be able to share in those things
tvhich he and his family need to remain in the fold of Judaism.
Wc know of no form of philanthropy that ^vould mean more
Tom the standpoint of the future of American Jewry.

We are not as a general rule a believer in paternalism, and
ve realize that the operation of this suggested plan would have
ts problems. However, we believe that these problems could
)e resolved, and the end achievement would make the solution
eminently worthwhile. Synagogue affiliation is vital to Jewish
urvival, and every man and woman and child who is saved to
fudaism is worth many times a stained-glass wincknv.

Personalities of the Past
Beginning with this issue of the I IMES-OUTLOOK, we

are inaugurating a series of brief biographies of Jewish men
and ^vomen who played important parts in the colonial and
subsecjuent periods through the War between the States, in
North and South Carolina and Virginia.

These stories are from the splendid book, "Jewish Notables
in America," written by Harry Simonhoff, of Miami, Florida,
and published by Greenberg of New York. Needless to men-
tion, but just to set the record straight, in publishing this series,
we not only have the consent of the author, btit his active co-
operation as well.

Our "Man of the Month" series, nou' in its third year, in
which we present contemporary personalities of prominence in
our area, has met with a gratifying response on the part of our
readers, and we are confident that this new series, reminding
us of figures who played a part in our early history, will be of
ecjual interest.

Frank L Weil

The Jewish counnunity was bereft of one of its most illus-
trious figures when Frank L. Weil was called to his heavenly
reward on November loth.

At the time of his demise Mr. Weil ^\as chairman of the
Board of the Hebrew Union College-Jewish Institute of Re-
ligion. While he had held many posts of honor during his ca-
reer of service, he probably will be best remembered for his
contribution to the National Jewish Welfare Board, of which
he had been president prior to his retirement from that office
in 1950.

A former club leader at New York's g^nd Street YM-
YWHA, Mr. Weil became president of the oldest existing Jew-
ish Community Center in the country and then moved on to
presidency of the JWB's New York Metropolitan Section.

In 1940 he succeeded Judge Irving H. Lehman as president
of JWB. He took over the leadership of a JWB that was a re-

spected but rather obscure and financially limited agency at a
time when the nation was mobilizing its defenses on the eve of
World War II.

During Mr. Weil's presidency, JWB became the sponsor of
the Jewish Book Council of America, the National Jewish Mu-
sic Council, the National Jewish Youth Conference and for a
time, the American Jewish Historical Society. In 1946 he help-
ed organize the World Federation of YMHAs and Jewish Com-
munity Centers. As the first president of the Federation he led
the way in spreading the Center movement to Israel and the
rest of the Free World.

Frank L. Weil will be missed from the life of ^vorld Je^vry,
to which he made such a splendid contribution.

THE HEBREW ORPHAN SOCIETY

A Review of the Book by Ttiontas J. Tobias

Thomas J. Tobias, author of History of the Hebrew Orphan Society of
Charleston, S. C, is the fifth generation of his family members of the Society
startmg: with founding of society in 1801. Mr. Tobias is a former president of
Charleston's historic K.K. Beth Elohim synagogue which his anceL=tor, Joseph
Tobias, served as first president when the congregation was established in
1749. His family have been members continually for the past 209 years. Mr.
Tobias is president of Tobias & Company, Charleston Advertising and Public
Relations agency. The Editor.

In his "Ode on Iiuiniations ot

Immorality," the poet Wodsworth
tells us that "the child is father

ot the man." It has also been said

that the battle of Waterloo was
won on the playing fields of Eton.

What this means is obvious, I be-

lieve, to most (jf us: that the

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Jewish Notables In America

1776 -Men Patriot

HARRY SIMONHOFF

As the 18th century grew older,

England torged ahead in political

and economic power. Its London

Jewish community began to surp iss

the parent body of Amsterdam,

descended of the famed Sephardic

Hidalgoes, who had fled the Span-

ish and Portuguese Incjuisition. A
leader of the English Synagogue

was the financier Joseph Salvador,

who made loans to the government

and became the first Jewish dir-

ector of the East India Com))any.

At the accession of George III, he

was chairman of the committee to

uresent the respects of the Jewish

community; it was an expression of

loyalty which pleased the Kiupg,

judging by the gracious reply of

the Lord Chamberlain.

His nephew Francis Salvador

was born virtually grasping the

legendary silver spoon. Given a

good education, he traveled on tlie

continent after the manner of the

English gentry. On attaining his

majority, he received an inher-

itance of 60,000 pounds, to which

Uncle Joseph added 13,000 pounds,

the dowry that went with his

daughter. Like other .gentleman of

()uality and fortune, Francis at-

tended the sto(k exchange and

frequented the theatres and coffee

houses, wearing his powered Avig,

velvet clothes, embroidered linen

shirts, silk stockings and silver

tnickles on low-cut shoes.

Life with a loving wife and four

children was just too pleasant to

last. Suddenly reverses hit Joseph

Salvador. The catastrophic earth-

quake at Lisbon and failure of the

Dutch East India Companv swept

away his fortune. All he had left

was 100,000 acres somewhere in

the wilds of South Clarolina

Francis had to come to tlie aid of

his proud and sensitive un(le, who
just (ould not bear the thought of

losing prestige and leadership. [le

"bought" of Iris father-in-law 6000

acres for 8000 pounds, prol^ablv

more than triple its selling value.

I>ut Lncle Joseph ^vas not satisfied,

f^e had to stage a comeback. Too
oltl to cross the ocean himself, he

insisted on his nephew investigat-

ing in person the possil)lities of his

vast land holdings.

Francis Salvador Plaque in Char-
leston City Hall Park, erected in

19.50.

In 1773, Francis Salvador landed

at Charleston and proceeded to

Ninety-Six District, now called

Cjreenwood. He was warmly enter-

rained by the sun-bronzed planters,

who had transformed a ^vildeness

into an agricultural colony. He
listened to their calm recital of

the many irritations they AA'ere

experiencing from the English

Tory Government and sensed the

appoaching crisis. Something with-

in him responded to these deter-

mined, wholesome farmeis readv

to tlefend their con\ictiorrs with

their lives.

Salvador grew ashamed of the

idle life as a London dandy and
polished manners of the Loudon
soon discarded his \'elvets, his bro-

cades, his sih er chains. He donned
the homespun shirt and the leather

jerkin of the frontiersman and set-

tled down with the help of 30

slaves to cultivate the soil pur-

chased from his father-in-law. The
Ijackwoodsmen quickly recognized

the sincerity and mettle of the Jew-

ish newcomer. A year after his ar-

iival, they elected or selected him
a delegate to the first South Caro-

lina Provincial Congress.

In Charleston, the aristocratic

slave OAvners were attracted by the

man about tOAvn. But as Salvador

entered heart and soul into the

struggle for colonial freedom, they

also sensed his capacities. Iliey

were qualified to judge, for never

again did South Carolina produce

simultaneously such a galaxy of

ability, qliaracter, intellect, and

patiotic fervor. Among them were

the signers of the Declaration of

Independence and the drafters of

the Federal Constitution. John
Rutledge, the first President of

South Carolina, Avas subset|iiently

appointed the first Chief Justice

of the L\ S. Supreme Court. It was

Edward Pinkney ivho declared:

"Millions for defense but not one

cent for tribute." Salvador earned

'.he friendship and esteem of .such

(•minent Carolinians as William

Drayton, Charles Cotesworth Pink-

!iey, EdiA-ad Rutledge, Patrick Cal-

houn and John Gervais.

The Congress set up the P-epublic

of Soufh Carolina, and Salvador

u'as appointed a commissioner to

sign and stamp the new currency.

His knowledge of finance came in

handy, for the new state was in dire

need of funds. He kept down sal-

aries and even prevented the as-

sembly from voting 10,000 pounds
a year for the President. He helped

to reorganize the courts and part-

icipated in the selection of the

magistrates. He advised the as

sembly as to proper election dis-

tricts and managers to receive the

votes of the electorate. Though not

a lawyer, he took part in drafting

the State Constitution.

As the Congress adjourned, Sal-

vador returned to his plantation

at Coronaca Creek. His neAV task

was to keep a close watch on the

Indians stirred up by British ag-

ents. The numerous Tories loyal to

England presented a difficult pro-

blem. He caused the arrest of their

leader, the notorious Patrick Cun-

ningham, and became involved in

that Tory cause celebre, which

aroused the whole state. The new
Chief Justice, William Dravton.

lived at Salvador's home and dir-

ected the defense against the per-

ilous combination of Indians and

Tories poised for attack upon the

patriotic settlements.

The Cherokees finally struck, and

Major Andrew Williamson took

command with Salvador as his

chief adviser. The frontier Avas now
on fire. Salvador urged President

John Rutledge to send reinforce

ments of men and arms. His advice

even as to military matteis was

respected by the High Command.
Rut fighting the Indians was not

nearly as difficult as holding in

(heck the undisciplined militia-

Mr. Baruch
hy Chester A. Brown

A review of the book ivritten by Miss Margaret Coit, and
published by Houghton, Mifflin d- Oo.

On March 31, 1942, Franklin D.

Roosevelt, President of the United
States, sent a note to Bernard M.
Baruch, which said, "What do you
think we should do next?"

This note is a key to the career

of Mr. Baruch, financier, econo
mist, statesman, and international

savant. Confidant of presidents

and prime ministers, often from
his bench in the park, his contri-

bution to the achievements of this,

his country, often as minister-with-

out-portfolio, cannot be over eval-

uated.

It is a rare occasion when a man
lives to read his biography. Tradi-

tion seems to demand that he go

to his final reward before the

world is apprised of his story. .\nd

doubly rare is it when there are

two biographies of the same man,
h ieing for interest of the public, in

his life time. We have that situa

tion in the almost simultaneous

publication of "Baruch: My Own
Story," written ostensibly by Mr.
Baruch, and "Mr. Baruch." by

Margaret Coit.

It is our intention here to discuss

Miss Coit's book, but havincr read

both of them, we know that un-

wittingly we will from time to

time draw comparisons. Tliis is

only natural, and we hope, will

not be unfair to either author.

Miss Coit has had one advantage

in doing her book. She has been

in the position of being objective

in her writing, which of course,

Mr. Baruch could not very well

have done. On the other hand,

Mr. Baruch has had the oppor-

tunity to state at first hand what

motivated the things he did which,

of course, could only have been a

matter of conjecture for Miss (loit

In that connection, Mr. Bariuh's

recounting of events at "Holjcau"

his estate in Georgetown, S. C, and

"Little Hobcaw," later on, located

in Kingstreet, S. C, are first-hand

observations. Both authors have

written at length of these retreats,

which are of particular interest to

those of us in the Piedmont area

of the Carolinas.

Mr. Baruch ^vas born in (Jamden,

S. C. in 1870, the second of four

sons of Dr. and Mrs. Simon Baruc h.

His mother, the former Belle Wolfe,

was a direct descendant of Isaac

Rodriguez Marques, who was of

Spanish-Portugese ancestry; he had
been a ship owner voyaging from
Denmark to the ;\merican shores

in 1695.

It is interesting to note that Mr.

Baruch's father, a general practi-

tioner of medicine, had been a

member of the Ku Klux Klan. Let

us hasten to add, lest there be some
raised eye-brows, that the Klan
of the 1870's bore no remote re-

semblance to the Klan of today.

It was at that time an organization

'Tea ted to free the South from the

Reign of Terror of Reconstruction,

where order was non-existent.

After a boyhood spent in his

native environment, he went to

New York with his family in 1881,

when he was eleven years old. His

mother had ambitions for him to

follow his father's career in medic-

ine. He, however, had visions of

West Point, and might have satis-

fied this desire but for a phvsical

defect—deafness in his left ear.

through the reading of both Mr.

Baruch's and Miss Coit's current

best sellers. Our only point in men-
tioning some of the early incidents

in his life, is to explain some of

his later accomplishments.

Mr. Baruch's interest in states-

manship began with his high reg-

ard for Woodrow Wilson, whom
he respected more than any other

man, save his father. He never

sought political office. Over the

vears he served his country in many
important capacities, and in times

of stress; his "behind the scenes"

activities began with Henry Ford's

anti-Semitic barrages in 1920. It

is particularly interesting, in the

light of current events, to read his

proposals, made in 1946, for the

control of the atom bomb. Miss

Coit quite properly dwells with

considerable length on this inter-

esting example of Mr. Baruch's

fai-sightedness.

There are those who feel that

Mr. Baruch's access to influential

governmental assignments might

be attributed to his ability to make
substantial money contributions to

political campaigns. While he ad-

mitedly did this, it ^vould not ac-

count for his continued selection for

high political responsibilities

through administration after ad-

ministration. It was unquestionably

a matter of merit, and merit alone

that made him the stand-out choice

when there was a particularly dif-

ficult job to get done. Over the

periods of World War I and 11,

Rabbi In America

The Story of Isaac M. Wise
By Israel Knox

B) the end of the nineteenth

centiuy more tlian two million

Jews had emigrated to America.

"The process of coming to the New
World involved a difficult transi-

tion,"" says Oscar HandHn in his

editors preface to Rabbi In Amer-
ica by Israel Knox. "The Jews
moved out of the ghettos of cen-

tral and eastern Europe wlrere

their communities had existed for

centuries. They entered a modern
and totally strange society. In do-

ing so, they were called upon to

make a variety of accommodations
- - economic, social and political."

Rabbi In America is the history

of a man and his philosophy, of

their simultaneous modification

and growth; it is in essence the his-

tory of Reform Judaism in Amer-
ica.

Perhaps the hardest and the most
essential adjustment required of the

immigrant Jews was that of the

Jewish religion itself. "In Europe,"

continues Professor Handlin, "the

Jews had been a distinct minority,

separate and different from every-

one else, and but sojourners in

lands they considered exile. In the

New World they were one among
many diverse groups, free and equal
in rights with all others. If they

were still to hold inherited forms
and ideas, those would have to be
explained in terms relevant to mod-
ern life. Was it meaningful still

to count themselves a chosen people
or to maintain peculiar customs?

To what extent ought changing

conditions to modify ancient tra-

ditions?

The story of Rabbi Isaac Mayer
Wise is the history of the develop-

ment of answers to these questions.

Wise was a highly educated man, a

man who considered the present

and the future to be as important as

the past. He felt the growing dis-

content of the congregations, and
iealizcd that the old Orthodox re-

iigion \vas inadequate for the new
Lii\ ironment.

As Professor Knox says. Wise
ixa'ized that what was needed was
a III inhag American, that is, an
Vmerican rite, a Judaism that stood

on historic ground and possessed

a universal dimension, yet was suit-

ed for America and had in it some-

thing of the spirit of America.

As he moved toward a solution

of the problem. Wise often antago-

nized not only the Orthodox Jews
but frequently his own more lib-

eral congregations. His institution

of hymns in English rather than in

Hebrew, his belief in a general Con-

firmation ceremony that should in-

clude girls as well as boys, his ques-

tioning of miracles and the concept

of a personal Messiah were greeted

with shock and scorn by the Ortho-

dox, and with bewilderment by the

Reform Jews. A layman might

question the religion, they felt, but

not a rabbi.

Yet Rabbi Wise continued to ex-

periment, to modify, to change the

City Board of Health, was a com-

missioner of the Marine Hospital,

v/as active in politics and became a

delegate to the Nullification Con-

vention of 1832. Two were amone
the 9 founders of the Supreme
Council of Scottish Rite Masonry,

also organized in Charleston in

1801—Moses C. Levy and Emanuel
De La Motta. Marks Lazarus, also

fought in the Revolution and was

an ancestor of several of our pres-

ent day members. Benjamin Ri-

cardo presented our congregation

with one of its Menorahs. The
brothers Joseph and Isaac fobias

were grandsons of the Joseph To-

bias who was first president of our

congregation.

As can be seen these were men
of substance and also of vision and
broad attainments. They were
quick to recognize and encourage
all the talent and ability of their

charges. One of the) pupils in their

school was Judah P. Benjamin.
Moses Lopez who was then presi-

dent of the society, providetl the

means to send this young man to

an academy at Fayetteville, and
then to Yale. And we know that he
went from there to New Orleans

to become Senator from Louisiana,

Confederate Attorney General,

Secretary of War and Secretary of

State, one of the most brilliant fig-

ures of the last centurv, whose

abilities were nurtured by this He-

brew Orphan Society.

In 183.^, the Society purchased a

hall at Broad Street and Court

House Square, now 88 Broad St.

At first this was not used for an

orphan home, as many believe, and

in fact was used as an orphan home
only for a very brief period. For

most of its existence, the Society

])ioneered in the modern practice

of providing foster homes for its

(hildren. It paid for their support,

( lothinsj, and education in Hebrew

and general subjects—and kept a

(lose eye upon them.

The building was used for social

and cultural purposes for the So-

ciety and other organizations. In the

minutes of 1850 it is recorded that

'-ome of the rooms were given "to

the use of the Rev. Mr. Wise dur-

ing his temporary stay in the city."

And Wise was very much impress-

ed for in his "Reminiscences"' he

writes that he was "domiciled ir

splendid rooms". All this happen
ed because Isaac Mayer Wise cam(
to Charleston to consider the posi

tion as rabbi of Beth Elohim, fell

in love with it and the people with]

him. He was elected rabbi and ac

cepted, but when he returned to

Albany his wife refused to come
because of the fear of yellow fever

then prevalent here. As we alj|

know Wise went on to become the

greatest Jewish religious figure ol,

the last century and the great or

ganizer of American Reform Juda
ism.

At this time in 1850, the income
of the Society was $1700 a year,!

most of which came from rental'

of the building and dividends of

stocks presented to it by generous
members. It devoted $360 of this*

for clothing for 12 children; $200
for their education; and $300 for'

the relief of widows. The Hebrew
teacher of that time was the Rev.

Hartwig Cohen, a former minister

of Beth Elohim and the great-

grandfather of the famous Bernard
Baruch. Of course there were
many problems and it is recorded
that the school committee became:
discouraged at times because ofl

the poor attendance of the chiM
dren which they attributed to the

indifference of the parents. Yeti

evidently they did a good job for

one parent wrote to them "I give

the Society full control of my son!

Sam, as I won't have anything to'

do with him in any shape or man^
ner. I hope you will make a man
of him." It is probably that the

Society did better than the parents.

It was in the fateful year of 1860i

that the Society decided to convert

the hall into an Orphan Home.
$1200 was appropriated for the care

of the children, plus $300 for a

matron and $75 for a physician.)

Even musical instruction was .giv-

en for a bill was paid to Mr. Siegl-

ing for $11.50 for the hire of mus-

ical instruments. But as we alii

know the Civil War started the

next year, the city was shelled and
the home given up.

Walking along Broadway, you
can hear the blare of the phono-

graph record from one store blend-

ing into the music from the next,

and all of Times Square seems like

a big juke box. There is enough
\ ariety for everyone. There are also

a few that some people may find

show and incredible lack of taste.

Part of a Jew's priceless heritage

is his ability to laugh at himself

and poke good-natured fun at his

own.

Francis Salvador
(Concluded from Page 7)

men bursting at tlie seams with

r u g g e d inciividualism, with

the passion for guerilla lighting.

With a force of 1200 men, Salva-

dor urged an all-out attack against

Indians and Tories. On the night

of July 3], 1776, tlie little army of

330 picked men proceeded in the

silence of the moonless night. Sud-

denly a fusillade of shots poured

from behind bushes, trees, and

fences. The Americans were am-

Imshed. Major Williamson had

sent a detachment to ford the

Keowee River and remained with

Salvador at the head of the com-

pany. With the first volley, Sal-

vador swayed heavily in his sad-

dle. The Indians closed in on all

sides, but the militia soon repulsed

them. Williamson found Salvador

lying in a bush, scalped but still

alive. He asked whether the enemy
was beaten. "Yes," was the answer.

He shook Williamson's hand, said

iarewell, and died in his 30th year,

year.

The short career of Francis Sal-

vador in South Carolina registers

the approaching change in status

of the Jew in Christendom. Here-

'ofore a pariah at worst, or a tol-

erated alien at best, the Je\v hence-

forth emerges in the western world

a citizen and patriot ready to give

up life for his Christian fatherland.

a Passover Message
Guest Editorial by ISRAEL J. SARASOHN,

Rabbi, Oheb Sholom Congregation, Goldsboro, N. C.

The consciousness of our people as a historic entity is deep-
ned and consequently stressed as the theme of the forthcoming
'assover festival. One of the worldwide effects of the restora-
ion of the State of Israel and the Hebraic renaissance is the
olidarity of the people whose roots are in scriptures and whose
>erennial claim to mankind's eternal indebtedness is the free-
lom which we were the first of all peoples to win because of
I hero's self-sacrifice and devotion to his own. Jewish unity is

)asically historic and traditional and we insist that ours is a
jroup identification which normally comes with birth. "Bes-
ya'acob' is how we are characterized in the Bible when the ref-
erence is to Israel as a people that goes back to a traditional
)eriod when it was the household of the third patriarch, Jacob.

I

A psychiatrist recently said that the greatest need of people
oday IS a drug that "can improve human behavior and reduce
»ur all too frequent impulsiveness." The Passover story is

eplete with incidents that illustrate the early Israelites' fre-
juent hostility to Moses because they were so infantile in the
ittitude towards him. There are times when we may well won-
ler just how much progress our people as such have made in
liminating impulsive tendencies. The tension and pressures of
ontemporary existence are actually endangering emotional
lability and tending to over ride wholesome attitudes within
•ur own ranks and cause over-sensitiveness in interpreting
low others feel towards ourselves. Minorities have always
)een at a disadvantage. And the actual dangers of living as
pembers of a minority group have become intensified with
|he economic and social unrest that characterize certain periods
nore than others.

In such a time the actual contribution that a festival like
*assover, with its lesson of the dignity of human freedom and
he blessed privilege of being divinely endowed with liberty
'f conscience and of choice, can make to strengthen the inner
orces that make for peace of mind and calmness of spirit
equires more emphasis even than in normal times.

The high purpose of the newly-established state (and we
re thanking God for this, its tenth year of existence, and pray-
tig for its unending victorious survival), is now so deeply rooted
n Jewish hearts that, more than ever, the haggadic dictum that
God and the Torah and Israel are one" has found a fixed
toce in what we may call Jewish theology. But it is the Jewish
ehgion as the spiritual influence we need as Jews for living
s normal human beings that the Passover festival can also
mphasize. God redeemed the ancient people from physical
ondage so that they might become His people as the children
'f His Spirit. It may do us good to remember that all Moses
wanted at first from the cruel Pharoah was simply permission
o take the people for a three days' prayer meeting to the wil-

derness (Exodus 5:3) that the evils of life may not overwhelm
them. Repeatedly we are told in scriptures that God freed the
ancient people for divine service. The covenant at Sinai made
a people whose primary need was freedom from physical toil

dedicate themselves to the way of life implied in the acceptance
of Divine Being as life's loftiest principle.

Our people no less than any other people will not achieve
its highest destiny when we are enslaved to the things of earth
and fail to evaluate properly the things of the spirit upon which
the quality of human life depends.

There was a sixteenth century rabbi (the Maharil) who
pointed out that sometimes Jews emphasized the love of
knowledge (of the Torah) at the expense of the love of God
and then there were times and persons who were so immersed
in mysticism, in the love of God, that they underestimated and
even neglected the Torah. He wanted to see a well-balanced
Jewish life in which "ahavas hashem" (the love of God) and
"ahavas Torah" (the love of learning) were evenly and whole-
somely balanced. In our day we might add "ahavas YisoreF'
(the love of Israel) which, in many quarters, tends to overshad-
ow all else in Jewish life.

On Passover, remembering as we do the heroism of our past

and giving thanks for the freedom which our forefathers were
the first to enjoy, let us also come together at the festive

celebrations in the home and in the house of worship to seek
divine assistance to be among those whose faith brings them
close to a way of living that eliminates hatred and strife, ill-

will and prejudice and brings us nearer to the time when
there will be an answer to the question "posed in the word of

the poet, Tennyson: "When shall all men's good be each man's
rule and universal peace like a shaft of light across the land
and like a lane of beams athwart the sea through all the circle

of the golden years?"

In the February 1957 issue of the TIMES-OUTLOOK, we
carried an editorial entitled "International Brotherhood." In
this editorial we made the point that we believed the interna-

tional tensions which so sorely try our souls these days, might
be alleviated if the principles of brotherhood which the Con-
ference has done so much to further over the years, could be
made to apply to nations as well as people.

It was with considerable pleasure therefore, that we learned
of the fact that Dr. Everett R. Clinchy is relinquishing his du-
ties as president of the Conference to concentrate, as head of
the International Brotherhood, on the all-important task of
infusing the spirit of brotherhood in the other nations with
which we have to live.

Dr. Clinchy has done an admirable job as head of the N. C.

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Changing Patterns In

Jewish Community Life

By Nat Schulman, Executive Director,

Charleston, S. C. Jewish Community Center

Let me say at the very beginning

that the subject before us this af-

ternoon is so broad that we can

deal only with the barest high-

lights. However, there are several

phases which I shall endeavor to

discuss with you. To do a thorough

study would entail weeks and

weeks of intensified research.

Factually speaking, the initial

way that communities have organ-

ized themselves as total communi-

ties has been on a philanthropic

basis; that is, for the purposes of

meeting the needs of the Jewish

population in the general areas of

social welfare, overseas relief and
rehabilitation community rela-

tions, Jewish Commuinty Centers,

(leisure time programs), and in a

number of incidents, Jewish edu-

cation.

During the first century oi Jewish

life in America, our numbers were

small, organizational forms were

simple, and the functions perform-

ed communally revolved around the

Synagogue. In the early decades of

the 19th Century we see the begin-

nings of institutions taking the form
of a coimnunal rather than a con-

gregational character. In the middle
of this same Century we find aid

being collected and various forms of

communal organizations develop-

ing for self-help and for traditional

economic assistance. However, for

almost the first 200 years of our 300
years in America, organized life was
centered in the Synagogue or relat-

ed very closely to it.

As immigration grew, the multi-

plicity of organizational activity led

10 various proposals for simplifica-

tion. Professional workers were em-
ployed and were developing a syste-

matic body of theory, practice and
skills.

World War I had a strong unify-

ing impact upon the American Jew-

ish Community. Differences were

transcended by critical needs over-

seas. The largest effort in the Jew-

ish commvmity thus became a unit-

ed effort.

The greatest unifying force in

Jewish life in America came after

World War II, with the large scale

development of fund raising for

overseas needs. In Charleston, cam-

paigning began on a limited scale

in 1938. Amounts were small due to

economic conditions and the fact

that no one could foretell the

seriousness of a situation yet to un-

fold.

With the coming of World War
II, the economy of the entire com-

munity changed and with it that of

the Jewish Community of Charles-

ton.

April and of this year will mark
niy 15th Anniveisary in the Charles-

ton Jewish Community. With the

above most brief survey and my
personal background of working

with and service to the community,

I present this paper.

The younger generation, the sons

and daughters of grocers, owners of

retail stores and other businesses

turned their attention to higher

education. Very few turned to the

industrial occupations. The girls

went to college, and still do, so that

they may marry college men. The
boys turned to the professions.

And so we have more lawyers.

There has been a considerable in-

crease in the number of physicians.

Many more dentists, a few CPA's, a

number of optometrists and phar-

macists—still very few Jewish teach-

ers in public grammar and high

schools. An increase in the number
of real estate and insurance agents

must also be noted.

Let us continue with the fund
raising and general economic pic-

ture. Increased giving to the over-

all campaign meant increased hold-

ings, better capital fund positions,

investments and the like. Charleston

Jewry contributed well on a per

. apita basis, bought Israel Bonds

and contributed well to general

community causes.

Today, despite the fact that the

giving history in Charleston is about

40% - 50% less than the peak years

of 1946 - 48, the net worth of Mr.

Average Jewish Community is bet-

ter than it was in 1946 - 48.

I'his is reflected in his higher

standard of living, more elaborate

personal social functions as anniver-

saries. Bar Mitzvahs, or wedding

celebrations. Then too, these past

several years have seen the construc-

tion of better housing in the north

west sections of the city as well as

west of the Ashley. Not only are the

parents moving to our suburbia, but

most young couples with children,

and larger families at that.

The general picture in America

shows that by 1950 many organiza-

tions — religious, cutiual, recre-

ational, etc., broke the bonds that

have restrained them for a few years

after the end of World War II and

launched capital funds campaigns.

Jacob J. Cohen, Richmond, Va.
By Many Simonhoff

AiONTALDO'S -

Pennsylvania at its worst in 1773
was infinitely more inviting than

Germany at its best, otherwise there

would have been little incentive

for Jacob I. Cohen to forsake his

Bavarian hometown, Oberdorfer.

In Lancaster the 29 year old im-

migrant began trading with the

Indians. But as the war moved
closer, they became less friendly.

Forced gradually out of their hunt-

ing grounds by the encroaching

colonists, the red men sensed a

larger advantage in siding with the

British, who at least promised they

would confine the white settle-

ments to the east of the Alleghenys.

With few good 2>rospects in

sight, Jacob left Lancaster and
drifted south to Richmond, still a

small town even if it displaced

Williamsburg as Capitol of Vir-

ginia. Isaiah Isaacs, the only Jew
to settle there, welcomed him and
held out expectations for some
joint ventures. Cohen however
wandered on as far as Charleston.

Here he found his coreligionists

lilled with patriotic fervor. About
27 had enlisted in Capt. Lushing-

ton's company of fifty, which
caused it to be called the "Jew"
(Company.

Jacob Cohen also joined this

I brigade and fought in the Battle

of Beaufort under General Moul-
trie. He acquitted himself credit-

ably enough to earn from his com-
mander, Richard Lushington, the

certificate of merit; "Jacob I. Cohen
enrolled himself with me on his ar-

rival from the northward here,

and has been with me a volunteer
on ye expedition to Beaufort, and
has in every respect conducted him-
jself as a good soldier and man of

icourage."

i General Lincoln then took over
land attempted to retake Savannah.

oner and ill treated him with the
other Americans on their prison
ship Torbay. The prisoners were
released on condition that they
leave the Charleston vicinity.

The surrender at Yorktown

brought an end to active fighting.

She had been Elizabeth Whitlock,

an English Christian girl in her

teens, when she married a man
twice her age; she became a good

Jewess and followed him to the

new world. Jacob determined to

marry the widow even if she had
three children. Unexpectedly, they

tangled with the ancient Levitical

law that forbade a priest (Cohen)

to marry a proselyte. Either Jacob
was not sure of his descent from
the Aaronites or did not think it

mattered too much. Others took

a similar view and synagogue pol-

itics boiled the issue into a bitter

controversy. The Adjunta, or ruling

body, wrote to its hazan-rabbi, Ger-

shon M. Seixas, forbidding him or

anyone else to perform the cere-

mony. But love which, according to

story-tellers, laughts at bolts and
bars, found a way. They were mar-

ried. How? We don't know. It is

easy to imagine him presenting a

ring and saying the lo-word He-
brew formula, followed by a civil

ceremony. The marriage proved

happy, and Esther (Elizabeth) Co-

hen remained a great favorite in

Jewish circles.

When Joshua Wagman Returned
By Joshua G. Richards

W^c go back to the balmy days ot

1908 when Joshua Wagman, a pio-

neer of the Yiddish press, returned

to New York after an absence of

several years and found everything

in the Jewish quarter completely

changed. (What would he say, if by

chance or miracle, he were to return

today?) The e\ent, which took

place in the Fall of 1908, was de-

scribed by the genial humorist or

columnist of The Jeivisli Daily

Xews (Tageblatt), Tashrak (Israel

J.
Zevin).

"We were all frightened out of

our wits," said Tashrak, "and it

was really terrible because we all

make our living by our wits." Tash-

rak was thus describing the strange

apparition which the day before

had appeared before him and his

fellow scribes. Joshua Wagman,
whom they all thought dead, had
suddenly appeared in their office

before them. Who was this Joshua
Wagman? He was reputed to be

the father of Yiddish journalism in

America. But the age of his activi-

ties was long ago and far away. It

had been reported in one of the

Yiddish papers that Wagman was
dead, and 1 ashrak wrote a short

tribute in his column. Then Wag-
man, aftei many years of absence,

walked into the Tageblatt offices

and stated that the announcement
of his death was another one of

Tashrak's good-natured jokes.

^Vagman's return to life was like

the awakening of a new Rip Van
Winkle. He saw before him a

changed world and could hardly

The Man With One Tongue
By Charles M. Segal

Shortly after the Civil War, a

young trader in northwestern Ne-

'jraska Indian territorv larcd a

band ol hostile Indians. They had

raptured him and were prepui)ig

to scalp him ^vhen (Ih'el Standing

Keai" ol the Pawnee Tribe inter-

vened to reseue the Irightened

\outh. fulius Meyer was the young

tiader. He was one oi the first Jews

to settle in Nebraska. His friend-

shij) ^vilh Chief Standing Bear, be-

gun on the \erge of death, lasted a

lifetime.

Decades later, Meyer's nie.e. Miss

Lena Rehfeld, recalled:

"All his life Uncle Julius bore a

scar on the left side of his head-

though hardly visible on account of

his curly hair—where he had been

struck by one of the young bucks

before Standing Bear saved his life.

L'ncle fulius never forgot liini for

that, and Standing Bear never want-

ed for anything while lie lived tliat

Uncle Julius could provide for

him."

Julius Meyer was born in Brom-

berg, Germany, in 1851, and emi-

grated to the United States at the

age of thirteen. In i8()(), he settled

in the frontier town of Omaha,

jcjining his three older brothers-

Max, ,\dolph, and Morit/. There,

Julius became an Indian trader,

using trinkets from his brother

Max' jewelry store and cigars man-

ufactured by his brother Morit.'. In

retiu n, he received fm s, beads, moc-

assins, wampus pouches and other

itenrs fiom the Indians. Before

Icjng, Julius managed to learn In-

dian language and as a government

interpreter, he spoke at least six

Indian tongues fluently— tlie Oma-
ha, Ponca, Bride Sioux, Winne-

Ijago, Pawnee, and Ogallala. Adopt-

ed by the Pawnee tribe, he was

named "Box-ka-re-sha-hasli-ta-ka,"

which means "Cknly-haired white

(hie! w ith one tongue." ,\ ni iu \vi'.!i

"one tongue" is oi)\ iouslv unable to

talk out of both sides of his mouth,

and is therefore trustworthy.

Colonel T. W. McCulIough, the

\cteran Omaha news}3aperman and

Meyer's friend, used to say: "The
Indians trusted Julius Meyer im-

plicitly. He always talked to them
vvith a 'straight tongue.' He always

told them the truth."

.Mrs. Herman Rehfeld Meyer's

sister, always remembered the long

irading trips her biotlier used lo

make, sometimes by foot, sometimes'

on horseback. On these occasions,

he lived v. hh the Indians in their

tepees and \vigwams for weeks on
end, sharing the rigors of wilder-

ness life \\ i\h them.

Once Meyei- took his friend, Her-

man the Great, the noted magician

and sleight-of-hand artist, on a trad-

ing mission to the Indians. One
e\ening. around a campfire, Her-

man entertained the Indians by

performing tricks in which he drew
gold pieces liom a silk hat. Imme-
diately I he Indians looked upon the

hat as a magic one, and after the

magician had gone to bed they

crept into his tent in an attempt to

steal it. Herman might ha\e been
scal]3ed had not Meyer, a light

sleeper, awakened in time to halt;

the as.sauh. Later. Herman was
compelled to show the Indians

exactly how the trick \\as ])ei-|orm-

ed something he had never donei

h)r an audience before.

One Yoni Kippur at the Congre-

gation Mikveh Israel in Philadel-

phia, a good Jew was wrapped in

his talitli praying. The Shames

came up and whispered in his ear

that a man outside wished to see

him. It was urgent.

"But it is Yom Kippur," said the

man in the talith.

"I know," said the shames, "but

the man outside says it is a matter

that brooks no delay."

The Jew in his iaJitli went out-

side.

"I am from Mr. Morris," he said.

"He wished me to see you, Mr. Salo-

mon, immediately."

So runs the story about Haim Sal-

omon.

Robert Morris, the Superintend-

ent of Finance during the American

Revolution, had sent for Salomon.

The newly established country

lighting for its independence was in

desperate financial straits. It was

tlic time when the expression arose

"not worth a Continental." The
money issued by the Continental

Congress had depreciated to the v al-

ue of wrapping paper. "I hope,"

wrote Robert Morris, "the country

will never see again so black a year

as 1776." In the country's dire

straits Morris had called in Salo-

mon, America's chief Bond sales-

man, the most mentioned in the

Diary of Robert Morris.

Four score and seven years after

litis incident, the Union which
Morris and Salomon had helped

pull through one crisis, faced an-

other crisis. Lincoln had the tasks

ol organizing a great military and
na\al force to preserve the Union.
The industrialization of the United
States was yet in an infant stage.

The great money-bags of the world
u ere in Europe — not in America —
ukI the sympathy of Eutope was
not with Lincoln's side. Henry
Ward Beecher, speaking to audi-

ences in England on behalf of the

Union, was shouted down repeated-

ly. In the financial circles of Eur-

ope, the sympathies were even more
ardently with the Confederacy. At
the opening battle of the Civil War,
at Bull Run, the Union forces had
been stampeded into flight. Euro-

pean experts ^vere predicting the

defeat of the Union. The Bonds of,

the United States were finding no

Euroj)ean purchasers and without

them the cause was lost.

The noted American Iiistorian

I'rol. W'm. E. Dodd, has written

tliai the work done by the Selig-

man Ijrothers in breaking through

this ice and inducing European

bankers to buy Union bonds had a

value to America greater than the

victory at Gettysburg.

I'he novels—the moving picture

—are aboiu those who do the fight-

ing on the field. The story of the

men of the like of Salomon and the

Scligmans is neglected.

If Haim Salomon were alive to-

day, doubtless he would be helping

sell Israel Bonds. He was as good aS

Jew as he was an American. The
British knew this. The story goes

that when the British finally laid

their hands on him and imprisoned

him, they tantalizingly confined

him to a diet of pork, which the\:

knew, as a good Jew, he ivould not

eat.

with Uri Levy, I got to know some
of the people in it. Uri is a Yemen-
ite. He learnt his English in the

British Officers Club in the Man-
datory days^ when he was a waiter.

On and off he has been a supervisor
at the Machne Yehuda for more
than 20 years, walking up and down
its alleys enforcing the regulations.

But there is nothing forbidding in

his shy, dapper, slender figure. He
has a smile or a nod for most of the
peddlers in the tinv streets and
open-fronted shops.

Uri let me walk with him for a
while, and savour the odd mixture
of East and West, of past and pres-

ent. In passing, we said 'Shalom" to

the orange seller, Aaron Colien, 10

years younger and worlds apart
from Barasani. He was born in the
Old City of Jerusalem. He is in busi-

ness, in three shops, with his two
brothers and his father, who ^)uik

:up the concern. Outside the shops
[are two vans which make the jour-
ney to the wholesale market in Tel
Aviv twice a week. 'It is a nice life,"

jsays Aron frankly. "Business is bet-

iter and better."

Machne Yehuda is no mercantile
jungle.

main street, Uri let me into the in-

tricacies of its regulations, its strict

closing hours, its price controls on
certain basic items, its licensing

laws.

But price controls don't affect

Itzhak Baruch, the "pitta" baker
whose place we visited next. Five

piastres each is the "right" price for

pitta — no one would dream of ask-

ing, or paying, any other price.

Pitta is a round, flat, unleavened,
oriental loaf. You can eat it in

Baghdad or Damascus or Cairo or

Jerusalem. Itzhak shapes the dough
briskly between his palms and with
the aid of a cloth-covered pad on
the end of a pole, makes it stick to

the sides of the furnace. After a few

minutes his assistant, a small, bow-
legged ex-Iraq, carefully dislodges

them, piles them on a barrow and
runs at a jog-trot through the mar-

ket. He stops at corners, shouting

'ham! ham!" (it means "hot") and
trots away again. The pitta sell very

quickly.

Uri went off on some errand, so

I tackled the spice merchant, pros-

perous and smug behind a gleam-
ing counter. Rafael Danon spoke in

faultless French. "Je suis de la Bul-

garie," he explained. I wanted to

know what was the rarest, most ex-

otic spice in his stock, but he was
loath to favour one bright, pungent
powder before another. He agreed
to let me sniff each one, the ginger,

the cinnamon, the nutmeg, the

Turkish eucalyptus and (expensive

delicacy) the English pepper. At the

end of it, Uri rather sadly confessed

that he really made his living from
selling price-controlled coffee.

Still sneezing from a surfeit of

English pepper, I went into a rather

dark little shop next door. It was
Moshe Arnon's the brush-maker. A
large exhibition broom, with the

figures "1925," the year he came to

Jerusalem, embossed in red beads
dominates the shop. But Moshe's
greatest pride, as he tells you within
a minute of making your acquaint-

ance, is that his son is a civil servant

-an enqMoyee of the Post Office. In
the five minutes we stood talking,

and admiring the photographs of
the son, Moshe had made a broom.

were, but at least one bespeaking
the fact that he is only a forerunner

tor others more intensive than him-

self. A prophet is after all not too

difficult a being to establish. One
can be a prophet in the body of

one's humanity. A prophet needn't

be a messiah. He doesn't have to

glow just that way. He can almost

walk in suit clothes.

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Not so many months ago it ap-

peared a virtual certainty that we
here in America were experiencing

a religious renaissance. Christian

ministers and rabbis alike discerned

the revi\al and trumpeted it wide-

ly. In addition there was the com-

ing on the scene o£ Billy Graham,

who virtually dragged tens of

thousands of men, women and

children into penitence and con-

trition for sins committed in the

"most sinful" city in the world,

as he labelled New York. But today

religious experts and sundry statis-

ticians tell us that the religious

fever has abated or that it was a

mirage at the very inception. Billy

Graham's "clients," too, returned to

their little and big sins after the

great spectacle of theatrical peni-

tence.

Still, one does note a spiritual

fever among the youth, if not an

overt religious revival. This spirit-

ual fever has not yet been wholly

convalescent. But the restlessness

is there, finding expression in the

works of the younger writers, if one

assumes that writers are the spoke-

smen of their generation.

This longing of the youth is

rather nebulous, one which can

hardly be defined, yet it is the hue

and the music of our generation.

It would have been incredible if

our youth did not display symp-

toms of restlessness in our difficult

and insecure generation when the

future of all of us rests in the hands

of a few leaders throughout the

world, including the freer countries

where there is so-called consulta-

tions with the people, who follow

the strayers who call themselves

leaders while at the same time

praying that the strayers do not

lose sense and proper path.

But even in calmer times it

could still be said that longing is

the measure of a generation's rest-

lessness and discontent. There are

always the smug individuals, but

generations, even the calmest in

history, are never entirely satisfied

with themselves. Each generation

feels that it did not accomplish too

mtich, and what it has preserved as

valuable it wishes to transmit to

its followers, fancying that the suc-

ceeding generation is rejecting her-

itage and seeking its own path.

The dissatisfaction of an era is

the direct upshoot of the ternierit

ing discontent among the people. It

is seized upon by the intelligentsia

who transmit it to the most sensit-

ive spokesmen, the artists, for art-

istic strivings go unexpressed. It

wants to record everything. E\'ery

generation has a yen for the sur-

\ ival of its own spiritual remnants.

This longing and discontent

often leads to upheavels, to revolu-

tions, as the oppressed masses push

the intellegentsia into action, or-

ganization and path showing.

When one comes to discuss the

specific longings of the Jewish in-

telligentsia one is somewhat lost.

Jewish spiritual leadership is so

compressed and frozen into one

piece that it is virtually impossible

to gauge the age of our generation.)

Just think how impressive a new

prophet might be to Israel as well

as to its neighbors. It was by jus!

such transposition that the hier-

archy of Egypt was undone. Moses

and Aaron drew it out with their

stalls in the preliminary battle ol

the Magicians, imder the \ery face

of Pharoah. A prophet in Israel

might even have repercussions

right to the very highest point in

Tibet. Naturally anything straight

from above w'ould.

But what are the requirements

for this appearance? We know
what created Moses. We can sense

his inevitability. In retrospect we

do not doubt that someone had to

appear about when Moses apj^ear-

ed. But now what is required? Some
say the crisis that will produce a

prophet is not quite as intense as

it need be. They say the furnace is

not as fiery as the advent of a

prophet requires. In other words,

they say things aren't quite as bad

as they have to become, and will

become in order to produce him.

Possibly we can project into the

required horror and foresee the con-

ditions he recjuires. It's a sad task to

make such projection, but if you

will save yourself then, be a good

strategist now. Try to intuit as

much as you can in advance of the

ensuing dissolution. So yield to an-

ticipations of that terror that will

fall upon us here, and let us plan

our exodus while there's time. Let

us not be trapped in that utterly

sudden rush. Let those of us who
can foresee even a glimmer do what

they can in preparing the way for

those who can see nothing. When
the negative decree is issued let us

be prepared for some kind of flight.

Of course, we will have been told

in advance perhaps, if the prophet

appears in advance. If he does not,

if he appears only at the instance

of our greatest panic, then those

who had the inside information

will be called on for special duty,

to keep the herd in line, so that it

doesn't march over the precipice be-

fore the illumination of >he heaven-

ly milk and honey is beheld and

tasted.

This Second Passover will be a

change of equal proportions to its

progenitor in Egypt. As the Law
was given tlioi, something will be

given now . . . given or taken!

That's the puiziel How much easier

it would be if one knew which way

the scales of mercy or wrath were

going to tip. Which way they'd tip

would greatly effect the personality

of the prophet of the time. Which
way they will tip will even more
assertively affect the outcome, gen-

erally. The battle is near full height

now between one side and the oth-

er. All of us arc oppressed. Things

are so bad that even governments

are beginning to assume a some-

what unreal quality. The govern-

ments do not seenr to be the actual

perpetrators of the over-all prob-

lem. It is slowly beginning to seem
to everyone, although as yet con-

sciously inadmissable, that the

source of the conflict is utterly out

of the hands of Washington, Mos-

cow, or any other such locale. It is

beginning to seem that even the in-

dividuals representing the conflict

at its height are mere puppets in

scheme. When this realization hits

the ijublic, as it ine\itably will, a

unique sort of depressant panic will

spread . . . but possibly the initi-

ation of a real sense of relief. At
that point of realization the maxi-

numi possibility of danger will

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exist, at the point when once again

general humanity will discard itself

of a major delusion about the true

sources of power and authority.

The regressi\e element will strike

violently if it has to in its last strug-

gle to keep a griix Then possibly

the miuual assault of atoms! But
then, possibly also the prophet. One
can only repeat that Israel ought to

vie for the honor of producing him.
It has high grade competitors. So
let it act.

With the appeaiance of a proph-
et .. . who will symbolize the pos-

sibility of a way out . . . we will

inaugurate another transition, an-

other cleaving of the waters. This
time, however, it may be a cleavino^

of the fires. But at least a way will

be indicated. There will be again

praise of a God who could make a

way such as that way will be .

possible, and possible at a time
when all seemed lost.

I hope anyone leading this lui-

derstands of course that the produc-
tion of a prophet is no awesome or

even unpractical operation . . . or

that in speaking of the possibility

of such a prophet we are tamper-
ing on holy ground. That is not so.

Israel always cried for a prophet
in its distress. To create a piophet
all Israel needs do is make his ap-

pearance a policy of state. It woidd
send such severe ripjMes through
the entire Eastern Hemispheie
such as no event since the dropping
of the bomb on Hiroshima. It

would unlock the present stale-

mate of power instantly . . . and
possibly outmode it of its merit to

represent the true will of luunanity
at large. He'd have to be far su-

perior a type than Ghandi. He'd
actually have to speak from the

sources of the upper stories. I don't
know and can't even imagine, what
he could possibly look like, or how-
he would first announce himself,

so that the effect of his presence
would be instantly universal. I wish

I did know, but I don't. But I do
know if he arrives on the scene at

all the repercussions will be phe-

nomenal.

was tinancially quite embarassed.

Cohen readily advanced 50 pounds

to the yovithlul Representati^'e from

Virginia, little dreaming that the

borrower, James Madison, woidd

one day become the lomth Presi-

dent ol the United States.

Finding his way back to Rich-

mond, Jacob Cohen formed a part-

nership with his friend, the pioneer

Isaiah Isaacs. The firm of Cohen

and Isaacs traded in general mer-

chandise and tobacco, the stable

commodity that held up best dur-

ing the war. Ihey had houses,

slaves, and Biytl in Hand, probably

the oldest ta\ern in Richmond.

They owned land in about six

counties, and took long chances

speculating on tracts in the Great

Dismal Swamp near Norfolk, there-

by following the examples set by

the founders of the republic, in-

cluding George W^ashington him-

self.

After the war Congress, in lieu

of money, compensated the soldiers

with land. A brisk trade arose in

these lands as well as with warrants

for much larger tracts. When Cohen
and Isaacs hired a gaunt, weather

ijeaten frontiersman wearina: a coon

skin cap and leather jerkin, they

liad no idea that their aaent, a

Colonel Daniel Boone, would be-

come inunortali/ed. They advanced

him six pounds, gave him the war--

rants, with instructions to locate

the lands. The Boone receipts for

cash and warrants were duly filed.

li\idently neither j^artner was too

skilled in written English, for on

the back of the Boone paper ap-

pears a notation in poorly spelled

Yiddish; Resit fun Kornel Bon far

10,000 agir lanit. Again they em-

ployed Daniel Boone to survey

lands in Kentucky several miles

south of what is now Cincinnati.

Colonel Boone sent in his bill for

22 jjounds, and judging by the

s])elling on the accompanying note,

the daring trail blazer's English

was little Inciter than his emplover's

Yiddish.

.\s time went on Cohen prosper-

ed and oj^ened a bank. Possessing

a feeling of public responsibilty,

he ser\ed a number of terms on the

grand and petit jury, and as a

magistrate. When Colonel Bushrod

W^ashington, nephew of the presi-

dent, moved away in 1795 leaving

a vacancy in the city council, tlie

remaining (ouncillors promptly

elected Jacob I. Cohen to fill the

office.

On Aug. 24,1789 Jacob Cohen

took the lead in organizing the

first synagogue in Virginia. The
majority of the members were Ash-

kenazim, yet they followed tlie pat-

tern set in the other five congrega-

tions of the young republic and

adopted the Portuguese-Spanish

ritual. Beth Sholome started func-

tioning in time for two historic

participations. It celebrated the

first Thanksgixing Day at the re-

c}uest of the Federal authorities.

Jacob Cohen utilized the occasion

to compose a prayer for the success

of the new government, also pay-

ing homage to its first President.

This frontier congregation also

joined the others in sending a letter

expressing their deep veneration

and respect to George Washington

on his election as President.

When Jacob Cohen died at the

age of 79, he freed his slaves giving

a gift of I25 to each. Leaving no

children, he devised the estate to

the five sons of his younger brother

who had moved to Baltimore. He
had reason to feel proud of his

relatives, the distinguished "Cohens

of Baltimore." His nephew and

namesake, Jacob I. Cohen, Jr., set

up a bank, helped to organize the

Philadelphia, Washington, and
Baltimore Railroad, and was pres-

ident of the Baltimore Fire Insur-

ance Company. He expanded stren-

uous efforts in getting the General

Assembly to repeal the law that re-

cjuired every public official to take

the oath of a Christian. Immediate-

ly, he was elected to the City Coun-

cil of Baltimore.

Mendes I. Cohen defended Fort

McHenry in the War of 1812 and

was a director of the Baltimore and

Ohio Railroad, and a member of

The first American to explore the

cataracts of the Nile, he brought

back a \aluable historic collection

for Johns Hopkins University.

Joshua I. Cohen, a noted scientist

and physician, specialized in eye

diseases and ser\ed as president of

the Medical Faculty of the State

University. He founded an eye and
ear clinic, and his paper on deaf-

ness published in the American
Medical Intelligences attracted

wide attention. A professor of min-

erokjgy and geology at the Univer-

sity of Maryland, he collected rare

books in Hebraica and Judaica,

and ser\ed on the Baltimore City

(^oiiiu il.

Afendes Ciohen, a noted civil

engineer, made his mark in rail-

roading and became president of

tlie Pittsburg and Connellsville

Railroad. Consulting engineer to

the City ot Baltimore, his sugges-

tions ol a modern sewage system

were adoptetl.

Changing Patterns In Jewish
Community Lite

(Continued from Page 8)

I'he Charleston Jewish Wellare

Fund was organized in 1945 and in-

corporated in 1949. This agency

raised funds for local, national and

overseas causes. Locally, they set

aside funds for the new American

})rograni and the transients.

With this unified committee, the

Charleston Community took a tre-

mendous stride forward. A profes-

sional person was involv ed to follow

through on the problems arising in

the community, using present day

accepted and tested methods and

jnocedurcs, and getting away more
and more from the relief type of

aid.

Ihe new agency began to make
referrals to other agencies in the

overall community as DPW, Family

Agency, Domestic Relations Court,

Red Cross, etc., to those agencies

who could best aid in the problem.

(Doing away with total concept

that we take care of our total prob-

lenrs — also federal legislation and

the part that it plays in the total

j)icture.)

Little by little the connnunity has

learned to refer all problems to the

Center office. Almost gone are the

days for collections in the streets

for one of the commimity facing a

financial problem. With time, the

agency, realizing the need for other

services, affiliated and purchased

such services on a regional basis

with Atlanta, Georgia, Home for

the Aged, and die Jewish Children's

Service, formally the Hebrew Or-

phan Home.

What was set up as a temporary

arrangement has become a reality.

The agencies involved had to be

sliown what coidd be done on a uni-

fied l)asis, and also, that as a.greecl,

they would not lose their identity.

Both the Hebrew Orphan and He-

l)rcw Benevolent Societies hold

theii- own annual meetings at which

they allocate funds each year to the

new agency, Charleston Jewish So-

cial Service, as well as receive a re-

port on the year's activity.

Today the agency is invohed in

counselling, child welfare, aged and
family problems. Further, the

agency cares lor transient problems

and is in constant touch with simi-

lar Jewish and non-Jewish agencies

aromid the coimtry where necessary.

Futvue programming calls for re-

fining of services. Defining com-

nuniity needs more clearly and

sharply. Not too great are the needs

of economic dependency, they are

needs of developing individual per-

sonality and groups living. We be-

gin to see the oiulines of them in

programs for wholesome family life,

in the cultivation of healty parent-

child relationships, in an enriched

program of Jewish education and

cultural endeavor, and in the pro-

motion of scholarship and creative

activity.

I would not be loyal to m^yself,

and I venture to say, to many others

in the community, were I not to

make some remarks as to the force

which the Jewish Community Cen-

ter has played in the changing pat-

terns of the Charleston Jewish Com-
numity. From what I have learned

there was a Center in Charleston

during the early and middle 20's.

Unfortiuiately, this Center did not

have the backing and financial en-

dorsement of all segments of the

Jewish Community. As a result, a

fairly good facility was lost and

witli it the interest of the few re-

maining faithful. It wasn't until the

rise of the USO program, with the

National Jewish Welfare Board as

a member agency, that the Jewish

Community again began to move
as a total unit in support of this

program.

All segments of the community

were not only brought into the pic-

ture, but participated. From this

massive cooperative effort came the

birth of the present Jewish Com-

mimity Center. Its board was set up
on a pattern of the Armed Ser-

vices Committees which have repre-

seiuation of every Jewish Group.

This carry over inspired the success

of the Center in that the entire

(ommmiity was involved.

Being the only social agency in

the community with professional

leadership, the Center soon took on

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activities which in larger communi-

ties are assumed by a Community
Council; under such a structure, the

Center would be a part of the coun-

cil and the leisure time activity

agency for all age groups.

In a paper prepared by your

speaker sometime ago entitled "The

Charleston Jewish Community Cen-

American scene.

1. The Center Program - Social,

Educational, Athletic, Cultural ac-

tivities for all ages groups through

he social groups work process.

2. Community Organization -

Charleston Jewish Welfare Fund,

Charleston Jewish Social Service,

Community Coordination, and Re-

ationships and Referrals to Wel-

fare Agencies in the City, as well as

on a regional basis.

3. General Community Activi-

ties and Planning - community cal-

ndar, service to Jewish organiza-

ions in the city, relationships with

other Agencies in the total com-

munity scene, etc.

The Jewish Community of Char-

eston did participate in general

community activities before the

advent of the Center. However, it

is the conviction of the writer that

since the advent of the Center, the

ewish Community has become a

more vital force.

Some years ago, Mr. Robert F.

Nelson, Director of Public Rela-

ions. United Charities of Chicago,

nade this statement, and I quote
The Social Agency exists for the

purpose of serving a group or

groups in the community. The
igency must therefore understand
-he Community. The Community
must understand the agency. There
Bust be cooperation between the

wo. The agency gives the commun-

ity leadership in helping to meet the

problems. It brings to the attention

of the community new problems
that effect the lives of the afhliated

and aids in solving their problems
together. Thus, the day to day job
of the agency calls for community
planning, participation and ac-

tion."

The above statements sum up
the role that the Jewish Community
Center has played and will con-

tinue to play in the growth of our
community.

The Jews of Charleston, like

those of many other communities
have shown an increased interest

in the activities of their religious

institutions. This has been especial-

ly noteworthy since World War II.

Charleston Jewish Congregations,
once four, now three, Orthodox,
Conservative and Reform, can show
an increase in their meiribership en-

rollment. In a number of instances,

some families are affiliated with
two congregations, and in a few
instances, all three.

Elsewhere in the country, where
there have been great shifts of Jew-
ish population to the suburbs, affil-

iation with a synagogue and the
Injilding of new synagogues may be

more so than religious.

In suburbia, the Jewish group is

more homogeneous and closely knit.

Identification, in concrete form, be-

comes a must for normal daily liv-

ing. This is especially true for fami-

lies with children in their daily re-

lationships with their non-Jewish

neighbors. 1 he loss of identity ex-

perienced in living in the large

metropolis became untenable in the

suliurbs. It is also true that, regard-

less of oiu' own diversity and our pet

cidtural theories, non-Jews usually

regard all Jews as one and as mem-

bers of one faith. This makes it

imperative for Jews in the suburbs

to stand up and be counted.

Charleston has not experienced

any problems of Jewish suburbia.

(x)nsequently the increase in affilia-

tion with the Synagogues may in

addition to its social significance,

reflect a religious awaking or cer-

tainly a more general attention to

religion.

Our tlnee synagogues today have

adecjuate facilities for worship as

well as lor their Hebrew and Sun-

ilay Schools. The education of our

children has been greatly intensi-

fied with the schools becoming

more meaningful to our children.

T his was accomplished by the em-

ployment of better qualified teach-

i I S and a better curriculum.

To (juote from William Att-

wood's article in Look Magazine

"The Position of the Jews in Amer-

ica Today," November 29, 1955

issue.

"The (urreni religious botjm af-

fects all faiths; Judaism is no ex-

ception.

Synagogue afliliation in all three

branches of Judaism was up 10%
last ycai, and more than half the

nation's Jewish children are now
getting formal religious training in

Synagogue Schools.

Among Jews, the process of re-

identification is significant. It is

not only religious but involves an

acceptance of their Jewishness."

Charleston is no exception. I

tiust, however, that the time has

arrived in Charleston and through-

oiu the coinitry, that all three

branches of Judaism have learned

to respect one another's ideological

differences, and that together they

can move forward to greater

strengths in serving their constitu-

encies and through this, the com-

munity.

When we speak of changing pat-

terns, one must also consider in-

creases and shifts in population.

Our first population study, and a

limited one at that, was made in

1945 with the organization of the

Center. Our Jewish population was

estimated at afjout 1800 souls, ap-

proximately 560 family units. The
few, and I do mean few, families

li\ing beyond the city were the

exception. T he natural boundaries

of the Ashley and Cooper Rivers

confined the population.

The idea of going to live or open

a business Ijeyond these natural

boundaries was given little thought.

There was no such thing as a "Jew-

ish Section" as one finds in the

larger metiopolis. Charleston Jewry

lived all over the city, the area in

the main from Hampton Park

south.

Our Cjenter was interested in

inlying land for a site in the north

west section. We pointed out in

1957 that gradually the greater part

oi Charleston Jewry would be liv-

ing in that area. We failed to ac-

cjuire this land due to strife within

our community. An opportunity

presented itself lor the Center to

accpiiie a site west of the Ashley.

This was unheard of as the Jewish

Community did not reside there

and "it ivas too jar out." (Some still

think so!)

We just couldn't get ourselves to

even think of Charleston beyond

the natural boundaries.

However, by December, 1952, a

population study made by the Cen-

ter showed that our Jewish popu-

lation had risen to 657 families.

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totally 2130 souls with the shift to

the northwest section and a few

families across the river, mainly in

the Byrnes Downs section and the

immediate vacinity.

Our last population study was

made in January and February of

1956, just four years later. The mi-

s^ration was on!

Our population had risen to 732
lamilies totalling 2322 persons. Ap-
proximately 20% were now living

in the County, west of the A'^lilev.

Quoting from Center Talk, Vol. II,

No. 13, March 2, 1958.

"It is significant to note that the

percentage of children in the coun-

ty, particularly west of the Ashley,

is ten per cent higher than the per-

centage of adults in the county com-
pared to the city. This indicated

that this area is composed mostly of

young married couples."

Since 1956, the movement had
been heavy and findings of a study

to be made soon will show a good
30 '/c or more of the Jewish popula-
tion living in the county. The Cen-
ter is endeavoring to purchase land
for a site in this area because with-

in the next generation this area will

be the central point of the greater
city of Charleston.

One additional thought before

closing. Our community organiza-
tion pattern, in time ,should under-
go changes. A Community council

structure with complete representa-

tion should become the voice of
our community so that no one
group or individual will speak for

the Community as has happened in
the past. The Council would also
have the following functions:

I learned very

nmch to my consternation and

chagrin that he was tried and sent-

enced after the downfall of Hitler

lor performing mutilating experi-

ments on hundreds of Jewish wom-

en without the benefit of anaesthe-

sia. Surely this man (or beast), the

author of a half dozen medical

books, was an "educated" man.

I could cite numerous cxam{>le

M-hich would disprove the thesis

that "knowledge" and "education"

^'ill mitigate anti-Semitism and

eventually nip it in the bud. Fhis

thesis is accepted as the ^vorking

l.)asis of our "defense" and Com-

munity Relations agencies. Many

];sychologists who have probed the

"Great Hatred" have reached the

melancholy conclusion that, with

our present resources, it is an in-

curable disease. If, as most of us

believe, that the dialogue i)et^\'een

Synagogue and Church, and Jew

and Gentile, is to continue it is not

to be carried on, on oin- side, by

secular agencies, by people who are

bureau functionaries and job hold-

ers. It should be carried on l)v our

dieologians and academicians.

The millions which are being

spent to tell the outside world how

good and meritorious we are could

organizations among the twenty-

five listed under CULTURAL.
These organizations could readily

coalesce into a single organization.

The Jewish Book Council of

America "Seeks to spread knowl-

edge of Jewish Books." The Jew-

ish Pufjlication Society of America

"Publishes and disseminates books

of Jewish interest on history, re-

ligion, and literature for the pur-

pose of preserving the Jewish heri-

tage and cultme." One may reason-

ably ask: Why should not the Book

Council of America publish the

books that the Publication Society

does; or, why should not the Publi

cation Society "seek to spread

knowledge of Jewish books?"

Among the thirteen organiza

tions listed under OVERSEAS AID

is the Freeland League for Jewish

Colonization. "It plans large-scak

colonization in some unoccupiec

territory for those who seek a home

and cannot or will not go tf

Lsrael."

Merits Your Whole-Hearted Support
At the recent meeting of the North Carolina Jewish Asso-

ciations held in New Bern on April 20th, one fact stood out
among the many there presented, which is a cause of regret
and concern.

The report of the Membership Committee of the North
Carolina Association of Jewish Men was almost unbelievable.
It revealed the startling fact that only a handful of the men
eligible for membership have taken advantage of the oppor-
tunity to be a part of the important services which this group
is rendering.

The Association sponsors the nationally famous Circuit-
Riding Rabbi project, which is bringing Judaism to the smaller
communities that have few opportunities to live Jewishly. That
in itself should spur interest and make a man want to belong.
But that is not its only project.

The convention heard a report from Harry E. Kramer, of
Wallace, chairman of the Association's Judaica Library Com-
mittee. This project is the establishment of a Library of Ju-
daica at the University of North Carolina in Chapel Hill. A
goal of $16,000 has been set for a collection of books and ob-
jects relating to Jewish culture, religion and civilization. The
purpose of this project is to make available to the thousands of
students who attend this great university a treasury of books on
Jewish religion, history, philosophy, culture, and civilization.

Mr. Kramer and his committee met recently with Univer-
sity officials to make the initial selection of books, others to be
purchased as money becomes available. The "Library of Jud-
aica" will be housed in the Louis R. Wilson Library at UNC.
It is hoped that this project will eventually lead to the es-

tablishment of a Chair in Hebraic Letters at the University.

With these, and other projects, the Association is doing an
outstanding job in furthering the efforts of Jewish advance-
ment in the State. It is almost inconceivable that, with as little

as I2 a year membership, the Association should have any
problem in enrolling members.

Plans were made at the meeting to remedy the situation.
However, do not wait to be asked to join. Mail you check for
$2 — or as much more as you can afford — to any of the As-
sociation's officers, and show that you have an interest in
keeping Judaism alive in the state of North Carolina.

Loyalty to an Ideal

A news release by the Anti-Defamation League of B'nai
B'rith tells a story that is as Unusual as it is heart-warming.

[

For thirty-five years, Mrs. Gertrude
J. Ellis taught in the

English Department of Eastern District High School. The
school, situated in tJie Williamsburgh section of Brooklyn, for
much of this period served a predominantly Jewish population.
With the years, the population of the area began to change
and with the change there came racial tensions which affected
'the relationships among the children.

To meet the situation, the school authorities organized an
[ntercultural Faculty Committee to develop a human relations

education program that would relieve the tensions and pro-
mote a better understanding among the children of their dif-
fermg racial and religious origins. Among the teachers named
to the committee by Dr. Samuel Moskowitz, then principal of
the school, was Mrs. Ellis. Among the human relations agencies
called in to help with the programming was the Anti-Defama-
tion League of B'nai B'rith.

Last January, Mrs. Ellis, who was of Protestant faith, died.
Subsequently, proceedings in the Queens County Surrogate's
Court revealed that she had named the ADL as the residuary
legatee of her estate. The bequest amounts to $150,000 and the
League is directed to use the funds to establish the Kenneth
Malcolm Ellis Memorial Fund for human relations education
in memory of Mrs. Ellis' late husband.

The will directs that the Fund be used for the granting of
fellowships, payment of salaries of teachers of human relations
at colleges, and the inauguration or support of human relations
courses in colleges and universities. Henry Edward Schultz,
ADL's national chairman, declared that "the League will de-
velop a detailed plan for the appropriate use of the funds with-
in the next year."

The two strongest feelings in Mrs. Ellis' life, according to
her closest intimates, were her sympathy for the underdog and
her hatred of prejudice in any form; and after that, her devo-
tion to the memory of her husband who shared her hatred of
intolerance and totalitarianism in any form. Mr. Ellis wrote
and published the Digest of the Federation to Fight Fascism,
which he described as a digest of the worldwide activities of
the enemies of freedom. Mr. and Mrs. Ellis put out the publi-
cation themselves. It was anti-fascist and anti-communist.

The funds bequeathed to the League are the residue of a
large sum of money inherited by Mrs. Ellis from her father.
This inheritance she had placed in a trust fund whose income
was used for philanthropic purposes. She made contributions
to charitable institutions and frequently made personal dona-
tions to help the destitute family of one of her students, or to
help in the college education of a former pupil, or to aid the
victims of Nazi persecution.

"Money that is not earned is not mine," she said. Tt is a
trust for humanity and should be used to help less fortunate
ones." She lived up to this ideal to the end.

Observations on Being a Jew
By ELI GOTTESMAN, Circuit-Riding Rabbi

The first link in the chain of Jewish happiness is the word
"self-acceptance." To accept oneself as a Jew means to stop
wishing you were something else. Accepting oneself as a Jew
involves renouncing any ideas about being someone else. To
be a healthy-minded, real person, self-discovery and self-ac-
ceptance are primary. Acceptance of oneself as a Jew of course
involves some difficulties and hardships. To pursue Jewish
happiness and be happy as Jews, we must feel a genuine sense
of loyalty to the Jewish people. After all, you can't run away
from yourself.

Tveryf)ne around me was crying for

them, and 1 myself was thankful

the theater was dark enough to con-

ceal the tear that rolled down my
right cheek.

But is wasn't yet time for Anna to

die. About two years were to pass

before Hitler was to find her up

there and take her away to the con-

>centration camp and to a grave.

That noise downstairs fell away in-

to silence and, thank goodness, for

the time being anyway, my Anna

was safe. She could start playing

and laughing again. I speak of her

as "my Anna" because she was a

special possession; Anna was of all

of tis in the world, of all our con-

sciences.

She was accepted as kin by the

Christian lady in the seat next to

mine in the theater. I could hear

her suppressed sob lor Anna, and

all around me other people were

raising handkerchiefs to their eyes

for Anna Frank. As I looked around

I could feel myself a lot closer to

the brotherhood of man than ever

before in my life ... in the half-

darkness of the theater. I was in

the brotherhood of the consciences

of people of all the religions . . .

all these consciences together pro-

testing for Anna's sake . . . for jus-

tice . . . for mercy . . . for all kind-

ness . . . Christians Jews together.

I had never found the like in syn-

agogue, church, cathedral, or in

any of those other edifices in which

people assemble to be with God for

favors they hope for. That theater

matinee was but a few days from

Brotherhood Week when all over

the land, there would be speeches

for brotherhood in places of wor-

ship and at special luncheons and

dinners. But the experience of

being that afternoon with all those

people who had come there to be

with Anna and to weep for her

seemed like a genuine fulfillment

of brotherhood.

In this theater, which is quite

inisanctified, you might say, every-

one was feeling close to God on
account of their consciences being

so close to Anna Frank. Yes, the

Shubert Theater of our town was a

sacred edifice that afternoon and
through all the week that Anna
Frank was there.

Ordinarily, at theater shows I go

The funeral jjrocessions that follow-

ed his bier were \ery large, as it

was borne aloft by his disciples

from borough to borough. Yet,

ironically, even the Yiddish press

failed to do his illustrious career

justice, though lesser figures often

steal the headlines.

Gro/owsky none the less was a

truly great man, besides his scholar-

'^ship. For he had laid the founda-

tions wherever fate cast his lot for

numerous institutions of Talmudic
learning, at times with a passion

and fanaticism that won him grudg-

ing respect from elements in the

Orthodox Jewish community whose
sitiecures his very presence chal-

lenged.

His like were few, and only the

lunope that is now gone forever

i(nild have reared so dynamic a

personality as this late dean of

Kdinenitzer Yrstiivah of America—
liat Europe that was several Jew-
sh Kuropes rolled into one. For if

ind that each had a character all

ts own, almost indigenous, so to

ay, lor each gave rise to movements
-ven diametrically opposed, though
ich creatively and original ideolog-

ically, and to personalities that were
|inique.

At the western end theie was
|enlightened" Germany, where Re-
jorni Judaism was born under
(closes Mendelssohn in the wake of
jhe European enlightenment, as

pistorians describe the cultural

transition of i8th to 19th centuries,

in the southeastern regions— i. e.,

the Ukraine, I*oland, Austria, Hiui-

gary and Romnania—the Hassidic

niovenu-iu was sired by Israel Baal

Shem and his ap<jstles. While at the

noi ilieastern extienie, where north

Poland touches western Russia, the

so called yeslii-(>ah and kolel move-

ments were launched by Hayyim
of Volo/hin, disciple and colleague

of the phenomenal l^lijah of Wilno.

Of the fiist two movements, Has-

sidism still seems to show some signs

of life despite its old-world featiu'es,

vvhile Reform, they say, is gradually

veeiing in the direction of Con-

servatism, a far cry fiom Mendels-

sohn's bland. Whereas the last—

the yeshit'dli movement appears to

be gaining momentum, if we may
gauge it by certain umnistakable

symptoms acrcjss the length and

bi eadth o[ the land. What is espec-

ially significant aljout yeshivah

giowth, it would seem, is its ini-

indigenous character (except few

]'e'shii>(i I' nit'ersity). At any lale,

right now its seenrs to be gatheiing

momeiUum, and suiprisingly in the

tiaditioii of the yeshivoth (if Russo-

I'olish Lithuania and points scnith.

I his Avould never have happened,

I believe, if east-European Jewry

had sin vived. And it is with linger-

ing sorrow that we behold this un-

pi ecedented transplation of Europ-

can academic institutions that left

iheii impiiiu on universal Jewry.

The transplantation has been so

ccmplete in some instances as to

(any along lacidties and student

i)()clies, often via circuitous routes

as remote as Mongolia, Siberia,

aiul CJiiiia — ironi the very heai t

ol east-Einopean Jewries. A case

in poini is the Kaiiienitzey Yesfiivali

of Aineyica, ox Kaineniizer Kolel, as

il is sometimes called, which is the

most itineiant iirstitution of its

kind on lecoid.

Fotmded sixty-one years ago as

"Kenesseth Beth Yitzchok," it was
forced to llee to Minsk at the out-

bieak of World War L then down
; gain to Kremenchug about five

lumdicd miles south, then to Wilno
aboiu seven hundred miles north,

etc. And then, shortly before the

rise of Hitler, to Kamieniecz-Litcw-

ski (Kanenit/ Litovsk) about four

liiinched miles southwest, closer to

ilie Polish bordei, a .small settle-

ment in Bielorussia founded in the

thii teenth ceiuury. And then, again,

following the catastrophe of World
War II, via the Far East, to Jeru-

salem and New York, where it is

preseiuly housed in a five-s,torjf

biownstone at 255 East Broadway,
in Manhattan's fabled lower "east

side." hiere, the heroic siuvivors

piiisue their studies, as in happier

days under their late guide and
mentor Rabbi B. B. Leibovitz, re-

membered by the scholarly world
as "Rav Barukh Baer", and regard-

ed by authorities as the greatest

l almudic savant of our time. "Rav
Barukh Baei ' left his indelible

stamp on this institution, and so

did his late colleagues Rabbi Naph-
tali Ze'er and Rabbi Grozowsky.

What sets apart Kamenitzer Yes-

hivah of America from other yes-

hivoth is that its disciples are com-
petent to carry on in the absence

of their celebrated deans — all of

whom are now dead—hewing to the

cotuse laid down by Rav Barukh
Baer, the founder, during the fom
cieative decades of his illustrious

deanship. The first principle of his

teachings was this: that the study

of Falmud, Halakhah and cognate

subjects nuist be pursued for its

own sake, without regard for

material or monetary gain. It is

ihcrelore at Kamenitzer Yeshivah

that the Talmudic elite may be

found—adult and matured scholars

Iroui whose ranks are expected to

emerge thLs continent's Talmudic
authorities of the future.

Kanienitz, it seems, does not turn

( lit meie rabbis or other ecclesias-

ti<c3il lunctionaries on the assenibly-

iine. as so many institutions do. Its

ein|>liasi.s is on research and scholar-

sliip as. in a sense, is Princeton Uni-

veisity's Institute lor Advanced
Study under the Directorship on
Prof. Robert Oppenheimer. In this

sense you might say, too, that

Kamenitzer Yeshivah is not a ''yes-

hivali" at all, as we have come to

tuiderstand that [ihrase. But it is

rather a "kolel," in the tradition of

nineteenth - century "kolelim,"

whose fraternity, as you probably
know, included the greatest scholars

of the old world. The ternr 'yes-

hivah," as you must know too, has

heen bandied about indiscrimi-

nately of late, and in fact what is

generally described as a "yeshivah"

'h frequently nothing more that

what would have been called a

'talmud torah" in the old world,

that is an institution of elementary

education. Since the term yes-
hivah" therefore (for reasons I

need not go into) is frequently a

misnomer, it would be an under-
statement to call Kamenitzer Yes-

hivah other than a "kolel." a "kol-

el" serves advanced students exclu-

sively, and it was to such that the

late Rabbi Grozowsky addressed

himself.

.\dvanced students, as you real-

ize, cannot be mere undergraduates,

so to say. The very nature of

scholarly research involves and
arduous pursuit, often years of

preparation far beyond the normal
years of study for undergraduates.
Thus, in order to encourage re-

Jacob Mordecai
1810

JACOB MORDECAI HARRY SIMONHOFF

The lather oi ]acob Mordecai

lelt Germany lor Enghind and

there married Ehzabeth Whitlock,

wlio changed her Christian name

U) Esther when she became a Jew-

ess. The couple inmiigrated to New
\ ork and later moved to Philadel-

phia where, in 1762, Jacob was

l)()rn.. Sent to a school run by an

English naval olficer, the lad was

swept away by the martial spirit

that was in the air prior to the

Revolution. His shirt was dyed to

match the school uniform. A ser-

geant at 12, he marched with his

chilled company ot boys as an es-

cort of honor that accompanied the

First Continental Congress to its

opening session.

In his teens Jacob received some

basic training in the business out-

tit of David Franks. This tycoon of

Philadelphia, in spite of assimila-

lory propensities, often would open

his countinghouse to the bright

|cwish lads, who ultimately rivaled

and even surpassed him in busi-

ness. Jacob was even welcomed in

I he fashionable Franks' mansion.

1 here he watched a certain Major

Andre paint a miniattne of witty

and beautiful Rebecca Franks; this

British officer was later to be hang-

ed as a spy for talking treason with

Benedict Arnold.

But neither the swank nor the

lashion in the Franks' menage im-

pressed the Mordecais. Jacob's fa-

iher had signed the agreement re-

fusing to buy British imports; his

family never deviated from its pa-

triotic loyalty to the cause of Inde-

pendence. The Franks' household
sided with the British and deserted

Judaism. Jacob Mordecai remained
all his life a steadfast folkwer of

the Torah.

Before the war ended his father

died. His English mother, the for

mer Elizabeth \Vhitlock, rcmairied

jacoli I. Cohen of Richmond. After

the war Jacob Mordecai, 23 years

old, married Judith Meyers and

followed his mother south. He
tried Richmond and Petersburg,

then lound himself in liie jjeaceful,

fiiendly town (jf VV'aiienton in

North Carolina. As a country mer-

chant he did well trading in cot-

ton, tobacco, cereals, Ijesides hi the

staples of general merchandise.

Judith gave birtii to six boys and

died. The widower, still young,

married her hall-sister, Rebecca

Meyeis, who noi only mothered the

orjjhans of her sister, Init presented

iier husl)and witii seven girls.

Bad business came on at a criti-

cal moment when Jacob over-spec-

idated in tobacco. He gave up
storekeeping and got a job at the

Warrenton Academy, of which he

opeiated the stewards house and

lan the mess hall. The work was

neither congenial nor pi(j|itable,

and he resigned alter two yeais. Yet

the experience pro\ed valuable. He
had mastered the practical details

of conducting a boarding school.

Home folks, aware of his fond-

ness loi leading books, had come
to the conclusion that Jacob Mor-

decai was more the intellectual

than a business man. He spoke

well, exuded charm, and had a way
\vith women. His refined and gift-

ed family displayed similar tastes

lor things intellectual. Friends

agieed among themselves that the

Mordecai family was eminently

cpialified lo opeiate a boarding

school for girls. Leading citizens

urged the project as an asset to

their town and locality.

Jacob Mordecai re-rented the

home he had occupied during pros-

perity. The adjoining storeroom

was fitted up lor classrooms. The
Warrenton Female Seminarv ad-

xeitised tuition, board with room
ioi $10J per yeai : extra charges for

drawing, music, books, cpiills ink

and jjaper. More applications came
in than anticipated. The cjuarters

pioved too small. Ihe next year

saw the puichase ol a bigger plot

ol ground supporting an unfinish-

ed building that had to be enlarged

with additions.

Beioie the eia ol public schciols,

gills were generally denied elemen-

tary education. Colleges were
closed to women. Fhe Warrenton
I'c-inale Seminary consequently

grew in lame and reputation. The
annual student body averaged 80

girls per year. .Applicants had to be

rejected. It became necessary to ad-

\ei tise that the Seminary was filled

to cajjacity. 'Fhe people of Fay-

ettexille wanted the academy
moved to their city because it offer-

ed larger opportunities for expan-

sion. But Mordecai was content to

let well enough alone. He could

ojjeiate a smaller institution effi-

ciently with the teaching staff con-

lined chiefly to members of his

lamil). He would be independent
in the selection of students and
niaimain high standards of schol-

arship and character. Aften ten

years cil successful management,
Mordecai closed the school. His

L-arnings enabled him to retire on
a farm near Richmond.

McMtlecai's academy is not with-

out signilicance. It marks the new
liberalism displacing old preju-

dices, at least among the intelli-

gent. In the Europe of 1810, it was
inconceixable for Christian girls to

attend a scIkjcjI operated by profess-

ing Jews. Parents still believed

their children would be slaughter-

ed and their blood used in baking

matzos for Passover. Even in Eng-

land Jews could not ser\e in Par-

liament without taking the Chris-

tian oath. It was not until 1868

that Nortii Carolina abolished all

religious di.sabilities.

The school also earned a minor
place in what is now called public

relations- In North Carolina, as

elsewhere, inherited prejudices had
distorted the ])opular estimate of

Jews. liut in the Seminary young
girls could form independent im-

pression not easily effaced.

At the New York Al Jolson me-

morial service, Eddie Cantor, who
delivered the eulogy, said, "He
turned them away again." But it

was too late for King Jolie, despite

the Legion of Merit award post-

humously bestowed by a grateful

government which recognized that

the result of his vigorous G. I. en-

tertainment pioneering produced a

heart attack and the war casualty

of a soldier in battle.

Today, Eddie Cantor, too, is

turning them away. He is rejecting

all the "Bring Back Cantor" move-

ments projected by TV entrepen-

eurs. Recognizing that the first

Broadway comedian to step into

radio in the 30's might conceivably

reproduce a buoyant spark in TV
and wanting to exploit the familiar

face belonging to Banjo Eyes, the

new mass media is offering Cantor

the moon when our next satellite

lands there and claims it in his

name. But the prancing comedian
has clapped his hands across the

stage for the last time. He has

learned to live, he claims. "Pity is,

it takes a long time to learn, and
when you do, there's not much
time left to enjoy." But for him, in

his mid-sixties, there seems to be
lots of time left. He is "doing what
I want to do," which means mostly

appearances on behalf of charity

groups.

His altruism is not a new devel-

opment. Eddie has always been full

of original ideas for raising money
for worthy causes. He started the

"March of Dimes" during the

Roosevelt administration, "The
Purple Heart Circuit," playing to

wounded soldiers in 1944, raised

140,000,000 in bonds in the first

24-hour marathon entertainment

endurance contest. He was also in-

strumental in introducing or es-

tablishing the careers of many fu-

ture stars like Bobby Breen, De-

anna Durbin, Dinah Shore, and
Eddie Fisher.

Just recently he appeared as a

guest on the "Eddie Fisher Show"
when his former protege turned the

TV program over in celebration of

Cantor's sixty-sixth birthday. A
young sixty-six, following the heart

attack that slowed him down sev-

eral years ago. Cantor wrapped the

show up and put it in his pocket

like the showman he always was.

He has been serving as Eddie Fish-

er's personal consultant.
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When asked it he was getting

paid well for consulting, Cantor

replied, "Oh, yes, I'm getting paid

all right. But I give it away. That's

something else I learned recently—

people shouldn't be so avaricious

or tight with their money."

Having spent almost fifty years

in show business, Cantor has brok-

en records as well as being the first

to initiate new methods. In 1924,

he was elected Mayor of Broadway

in a contest that boasted many ce-

lebrities as candidates. In 1930, he

broke records while playing at the

Palace—being the first to extend

his run to eight weeks. In the early

go's he was declared the outstand-

ing box office hit in all England.

When vaudeville died in 1936, he

broke a personal performance rec-

ord by getting $25,000 for a week's

performance at the RKO, Boston,

surpassing the famous top pay es-

tablished by Ed Wynn and Al Jol-

son at the New York Capital The-

atre. Soon after, his picture, "Kid

From Spain," turned the waning
vaudeville theatre Palace into a

straight picture house.

Eddie came out of semi-retire-

ment last fall to record a new al-

bum for Vik Records titled "The
Best of Eddie Cantor." It is the

first newly recorded package for

the minstrel man in years, and will

probably turn into a collector's

item. He not only sings the songs

that made him famous, but relives

the golden days of show business

with anecdotes about all his close

associates and the person most in-

fluential in his life, his wife—the

ever-present Ida.

Another minstrel man, Danny
Kaye, more recently arrived than

Eddie Cantor, is also producing

collector's items among his record-

ings. His latest for Capitol Rec-

ords, "Mommy, Gimme A Drinka

Water," presents the warm irre-

pressible Kaye in hilarious song-

stories for children. New record-

ings under the same label designed

to suit everybody's mood are Si-

natra's "Come Fly With Me," Ben-

edict Silberman's "Hungarian

Mood," and "The Music Man" for

show lovers who want to listen to

the original Broadway cast of that

hit musical. "French Sax," "The
Sounds of Holland," and "Vien-

nese Zithers" are a few of the fa-

mous T-ioo series that round out

representative world albums.

This month, Mercury offers

"The Intoxicating Pearl Bailey,"

Brahms "Hungarian Dances' re-

corded by the London Symphony,

Schubert's "Fantasy in C Major,"

"Havana in Hi-Fi," Jan August's

"Keyboard Waltzes," and "Popular

Jewish Melodies," featuring au-

thentic Israeli folk songs—among
many others.

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Moses, Prince of Egypt
A Review of Howard Fast's Best-Selling Novel

It was more or less fitting that

we should have read "Moses, Prince

of Egypt" during the Passover pe-

riod. It gave us a feeling of at-

homeness with the Haggadah,, in

which the hero of Howard Fast's

new novel played such an impor-

tant part.

The period which Mr. Fast has

chosen is the boyhood and early

manhood of the great Jewish lead-

er. We first meet him in his loth

year, and the fade-out at the end
of the story, when he defies the

god-king Ramses and leaves Egypt,

finds him at the age of 23.

There is so much that is legend-

ary about this period in Egypt's

history that there is no one to say

"yea" or "nay" to the author's port-

Egyptian slavery.

At the outset of the story, you
are led to regard Moses as the son

of Ramses, despotic ruler of Egypt,

and the king's sister, Enekhas-

until later that we learn of the fact

thai in actuality, lie was the son of

foacheljed and Annaiii, a Le\ite

slave. The infant was placed in the

l)nll-i ushes as a sacrifice by his peo-

ple. When Moses disco\ers this, he
sheds his raiment of Prince of

Egypt antl returns lo his native

land, eventually to lead his |jecjpie

out of bondage.

There are some excellent char-

ade) i/ations in the book—notably
that of Nim, also a Le\ite slave,

wliose spirit he conquers, and who
accompanies him in his chariot in

the invasion of Kush,—and Neph,
an engineer, who befriends Mo.ses

and (ontributes much to his char-

a(tci develojjement. This in\asion

of Kush is one of the most dramatic

episodes in the story, and as blood
-curdling and gruesome as it is.

Sometimes a man says to me, Tm a Jew and I'm proud
ot it. I never deny I am a Jew. I go to Shule on Yom Kippur
too." He thinks I am impressed, but I am not. He reminds
me of Sholom Aleichem's famous characterization of an old
Hebrew teacher, blind in one eye, and near-sighted in the
other. He used to wear spectacles without lenses. Asked why,
he would answer triumphantly, "Well, it's better than noth-
ing, isn't it?"

I picture Jews who attend synagogue only on Yom Kippur
as going, so to speak, to leave their visiting card when calling
on the Almighty. It is not as easy as all that. You cannot be
happy as a Jew without pursuing Jewish happiness all year
round. It takes time and devotion, self-discovery and self-ac-

ceptance, to be a happy Jew.

We find another class of Je^vs who think being happy is

to be like non-Jews, as un-Jewish as possible. There are too
many marginal Jews who are Jews to the gentiles but are not
Jews to the Jews. Yet they are not happy. The tinge is still

there, like the indelible laundry mark that never completely
fades away. Nor are they ever completely sure that they are
fully accepted by gentile society. They think if they can only
pursue the gentile ways faster and harder, they will draw
closer to Heaven, luitil weary with the chase, they hnally dis-

cover, at great spiritual cost, that to be happy as a Jew means
to accept oneself and to devote oneself to the Jewish people.

No, you cannot be happy as a Jew if you are in perpettial
protest against being a Jew. There is joy in Jewish life if you
want to seek it. There is Jewish happiness if you choose to
pursue it.

And last but not least, self-knowledge is of vital importance.
Knowledge of oneself, of one's past and one's people is very
essential. Self-appreciation, the ability to appreciate one's own
worth, to appreciate what the Jews have meant to civilization,
their contributions to connnerce and industry, the arts and
the sciences and the humanities, to philosophy and religion
and human thought, is also important.

There is no substitute for knowledge, for study, for Torah,
and for the spirit of learning. " An ignorant man cannot be
pious," said our Talmud.

search, Kamenitzer Yeshivah o£

America finances its Talmudic
projects by stipends — to keep its

scholars going even after they have

taken on the responsibilities of

home and family. It may not be

much by the luxurious standards

of living we enjoy, but it seems to

suffice for these dedicated men who
have made Jewish scholarship their

life work.

This method of financing Tal-

mudic projects was introduced by
the above-mentioned Hayyim of

Volozhin a century and a half ago,

when on the outskirts of Wilno he
founded the model "yeshivah" or

'kolel" for the scholarly elite, a

fraternity, as noted, that produced
the most learned rabbinic spokes-

men during the entire range of the

nineteenth century. And as inform-

ed readers know too-Judaism is

more than a Faith of mere form
and rite! While form and rite are

basic to our religion, it is the study
and pursuit of that vast literature

transmitted to us down the cen-

turies that is basic to our Faith and
an integral part even of its rite.

Without it Judaism would long ago
have been relegated to the limbo
of dead anticjuity.

It is no secret to those who have
been exposed to it that to probe
even into a minor section of that

encyclopedic literature-a whole
lifetime would not suffice. For it

involves, among other things, a

knowledge of Hebrew, Aramaic,
etymology, philology, mathematics,
architecture, astronomy, anatomy,
physics, biology, medicine, crimino-
logy, theolgy and mysticism, as we
Jews understand the last two sub-
jects. In short, merely to read that
voluminous literature based on the
twenty-four books of the "Old
Testament", and particularly on
the so-called Five Books of Mosheh
-were humanly impossible, so vast
IS it, so diversified, so intricate and
so diffused in thousands of ancient
and latter-day volumes.

The anthology just published by
Kamenitzer Kolel under the title

"Deggel Naphtali" attests to the
•sf holarship of that fraternity. Con-

taining original monographs on the

most abstruse rabbinic problems,

this is the first instance, to my
knowledge, of a student body show-
ing up in print under the im-

primatur of a yeshivah. Of course

there are so-called "journals" and
"annuals" and "quarterlies" pub-
lished by various student bodies of

the yeshivoth, but these have no
more significance, say, than journal-

ism to literature; they are feather-

weight stuff. While the monographs
bearing the title "Deggel Naphtali"

represent the original Talmudic
findings of the scholars of K. Y.,

every one of whom gives promise
of future creative endea\or, as each
of them is expected to enrich that

vast treasure house of literature

begun two millennia ago by our
sages.

There were great minds in the

]-)ast that traversed much of the

range of that literature during a

single lifetime. Among them we
may include the ab.ove-mentioned

Elijah of W^ilno, for example, and
perhaps his disciple Hayyim of

Volozhin, and in our own era, the

founder of Kamenitzer Yeshivah,

the afore-mentioned "Rav Barukh
Baer." Their vast erudition was
due of course to superior mentali-

ties, to devotion to jjrojects that

left them little time for normal day
to day activity, as two or even less

hours of sleep jjer day were com-
mon jjractise for them. Needless to

say, for all their erudition, even

the elite of Kamenitzer Yeshi\ah oi

America would not claim such su-

jjerhuman effort. Suffice it to say

in all fairness, though, that Elijah

ot VV^ilno, Hayyim of Volozhin, the

late Rav Barukh Baer and the re-

cently departed Rabbi Grozowsky
are their models and inspiration.

Particularly Rav Barukh Baer's im
mediate successor, after whom the

abovementioned anthology was
named-Rabbi Naphtali Ze'ev Lei-

bowitz.

The story ot Rav Bai ukh Baer s

successors-particularly Rabbi Naph-
tali Ze'ev—calls for a treatise by

itself. But I have no room here for

details, except to point out that it

is to these men-Ral)lji Naphtali

and Rabbi Grozowsky—particularly

to the first, that K. Y. owes its

survival and, above all, its trans-

plantation to New York. Rabbi
Naphtali Ze'ev, who incidentally

was Barukh Baer's brother in law,

was granted permission to leave for

Congratulations to The

State of Israel on their

10th Anniversary!

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the U. S. A. at the height of the

Hitler massacres. But, instead, he

chose to stay behind—refusing to

abandon his disciples .He braved

the Siberian climate vmtil he man-

aged to see them safeiy to ihc

States. And the saga of the adven-

tures of this soft-spoken scholar in

Siberia—how he buried with bare

hands Talmudic students who'd

])erished from cold and starvation

— is blood-curdling. Suffice it to

say that the survivors followed the

late Rabbi Naphtali faithfidly to

the States, as he had indeed follow-

ed them loyally to Siberia. Though
It was imder his deanship that

Kamenitzer Yeshivah carried on,

much of the prestige it acquired

was also due in some measiue to

his colleague Rabbi Grozowsky,

who lectured there luitil his death

two months ago.

Rabbis Leibovitz and Grozowsky

\vere deeply aware, it seems, that

while the "new world" is in need

of rabbis and other religious func-

tionaries, it is of course no less in

need of teadiers to teach our future

rabbis, of scholars to teach oin

future communal leaders. And this,

loo, I believe, is what their pred-

ecessor must have had in mind—
Rav Barukh Baer—when two years

after he tran,splanted his yeshivah

to the townlet whose name it bears,

he visited these shores, accompanied

l)y Rabbi Grozowsky, to bear Torah
tidings to an awakening "new

world" [ewry and to lay the founda-

tions for the institution. But that

was thiity years ago—

It took eighteen years, however,

and the obliteration of the glorious

)ewries of eastern Eiuope to bring

Kamenitzer Yeshivah itself to these

shores, by way of Siberia and China,

imdei' the deanship of Rabbi Naph-

tali Ze-ev. it was he that managed
it, as noted.

Though we mourn with them

tlieii most recent loss—and the loss

of all their guides and mentors, we
(an share the hope of the dedicated

.scholars of K. Y. that their painful

and hazardous itinerary is ended,

tliai at long last they have found

.some comfort security among us.

For in that modest five-story East

The Next Decade In Israel

The expression, "the first loo years are the hardest," can
be amended, in the case of the State of Israel, to "the first lo
years are the hardest." Or, at least, we hope that this will be
true.

Historians in the ftiture, will record the fact that Israel
has made unprecedented strides in its first lo years of existence
as a nation, particularly when all of the circumstances are con-
sidered. We know of no parallel instance where a new country,
fighting for its life from the very moment of its birth, has made
comparable progress.

The tributes that have been paid to the tiny new state on
the occasion of its loth anniversary are evidence, if any were
needed, that the world accepts the fact that Israel is here to stay.

The next decade will be a most crucial one for this bastion
!of democracy in the Middle East. If progress is made at the
same rate as has been witnessed since 1948, we should find a
most substantial contribution to the council of nations.

And the rate of progress should be accelerated, instead of
merely maintained. Much, of course, depends on what can be
accomplished in breaking down the hostility of neighboring
countries, so slow to realize that nothing can destroy the will
of this people to continue to exist. How, or when this can be
accomplished remains the important question that time alone
can answer. One need not be a visionary to picture what Israel
could do if its efforts and finances could be relieved of a state of
constant tension and alertness to insure survival.

Those who have guided the new state have made mistakes,
which are understandable, and presumably will continue to
be made. The important concern here is that the same mistakes

i

should not be repeated, and that a lesson be learned from each
mistake. However, judgement should be based on the net re-
sult, and there can be no gainsaying that this is good and sound.

If good wishes will help, Israel can be assured that free-
dom-loving people the world over are watching events with
more than casual interest, and that thev are with the little
country in its gallant efforts.

Mr. Toynbee Is At It Again
Arnold Toynbee, who was generally accepted as a leading

historian of our day before he enunciated some rather startling
personal views on the Jewish people a few years back, is again
,up to his old tricks. If it were not for his previous reputation as
|a factual recorder of history, one would suspect something akin
to press-agentry about his latest utterances.

Mr. Toynbee recently spent six weeks in residence at

jWashington and Lee University, Lexington, Virginia. With
this as a base he has been touring the state expounding his
|views. In one address, at the University of Virginia, Charlottes-
ville, on April 17th, before the student body, he charged that
the United States, by its foreign policy, was playing into the

Russian hands. "You have given first the Chinese and then the
Arabs to the Russians," he said in part.

Whether Mr. Toynbee's solicitude for the Arabs is born of
sincere belief in their cause, or whether his views are colored
by his obviously low opinion of the Jewish people is a ques-
tion. Use your own judgement, based on these additional quo-
tations from his April 17th speech. "Nearly a million Arabs are
being made to suffer because Germany committed against the
European Jews one of the wickedest crimes known in history."
he said. "In 1954, when Germany was at the Allies' mercy," he
continued, "compensation in the form of territory could have
been provided for the Jews. Instead, we compensated the Jews,
not at Germany's expense, but at Arab's expense. This is the
largest and most flagrant case of colonialism in our lifetime."

Mr. Toynbee has unquestionably lost stature with his re-
peated nonsensical utterances. He has been discredited not by
Jews alone, but by non-Jews as well. For every Marie Syrkin
there is a W. F. Albright, or a Reinhold Niehbur. Mordecai M.
Kaplan has crystallized the current sentiment in his statement,
"No serious student of history will turn to Toynbee for reli-
able historic perspective."

And so we will have to continue to shrug our shoulders at
the Arnold Toynbees and the Dorothy Thompsons, attribut-
ing their comments as nothing more sinister than misguided
viewpoints, and trust that the common sense inherent in most
thinking people will offset any harm that they might do.

Can There Be No Curb On Lawlessness?
The bombing of the Jewish Center in Jacksonville, fol-

lowing on the heels of similar bombings of Jewish buildings in
Miami, Charlotte, Nashville, Birmingham, and Gastonia, has
been a matter of deep concern for every law-abiding citizen.
There is an urgent demand that something be done immedi-
aetly to forestall further outrages.

In Washington, following the blasts in Jacksonville, which
includer an all-Negro grade school, U. S. Deputy Attorney
General Lawrence E. Walsh was quoted as saying that although
the Justice Deparmtent was shocked at these crimes, "it finds
no legal basis now for Federal intervention."

There is, of course, no proof that there is any connection
between the various bombings, and yet, by their very nature,
they suggest that they are all part of an organized plot. Under
these circumstances why should the Federal government shrug
off responsibility for action?

B'nai B'rith's Anti-Defamation League has appealed for
Federal intervention. Henry Edward Schultz, national chair-
man of the League, has placed before U. S. Attorney General
William P. Rogers a record of 45 bomb outrages that have oc-
curred in the South since January 1, 1957. In his memorandum
Mr. Schultz claims that "the Federal authorities do have juris-
diction in the matter, and that Federal action is evidentlv need-
ed."

VVeinstein's story was

better than any sermon I've ever

heard in the synagogue; for, while

the rabbi may tell me how I should

do in order to be considered a

decent guy in the world, the Wein-

stein story was all about (ewish

people who are actually doing it . . .

(iwned toward keeping people from

going to their graves too young . . .

to live awhile longer, that is . . .

toward being of help in the brother-

hood, and what's the difference if

the brother isn't Jewish?

He may be Catholic or Protestant

or a Moslem. He's taken into the

Jewish house and is served, and in

fact there are many more Christians

than Jews in the house.

And all without even a dollar

having to be paid by any one of

the hundreds who are served.

Well, this is a repetition of the

story as Mr. Weinstein gave it to

me, though not told here with the

eloquence in which Mr. Weinstein

told it. He started off: "I am with

the City of Hope at Duarte, Cali-

fornia, 20 miles from Los Angeles.

Have you heard of the City of

Hope?"

"Yes," I replied, "it's a Jewish

hosjjital, as I recall."

Mr. ^Veinstein (he's regional

campaign director for City of

Hope) explains: "Yes, it's Jewish

in its ideals. Jewish in its member-

ship, but it embraces people of

all the religions in its services. You

know, only 40 per cent of the pa-

tients are Jewish, but Jews have

been raising 85 per cent of the

money needed to keep this $10 mil-

lion hospital and its research center

going on -their 75 landscaped acres.

.\nd the ideal is all so Jewish in

accordance with our command-

ments. There's the commandment

that tell us to love neighbors as

we do ourselves. And by that the

City of Hope lives and does. There's

the great Malachi our prophet who

asked us have we not all one Father,

and has not one God created us;

so why, as God's children, do we

deal spitefully with one another?

Malachi inquires.

"Well, Segal, in our City of Hope

they live and work that way; they

care about the neighbor, they try

to nurse him back to health, no

matter what his religion. The

patients come there from all over

the country . . . little kids with fatal

leukemia who in the City of Hope

are helped to live awhile longer . . .

people with cancer, with heart

disease, with tuberculosis. And, sir,

not one of them ever has had to

pay a cent to the City of Hope . . .

all free! Never a hospital bill!"

"How come?" I asked Mr. Wein-

stein. "A hospital that hands out

no bills! Sir, I know hospitals in

this my own town in which the

]jrice is .1^25 a day for a private

room and $18 just for a bed in a

room that the patient shares with

another. And in City of Hope there

are no hospital bills, at all, you

say?"

Mr. Weinstein then told me: City

of Hope worries itself about mid-

dle-income people who fall into

serious illness . . . maybe cancer, or

maybe it's a family with a child

that has leukemia. Before this

trouble came into the family, the

financial situation in its house

was good enough on its income in

the middle bracket. The family

was living comfortably in its own
home on which it was paying off

regularly, it had a car; it could

afford happy vacations.

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What Niakes Israel

Wonderful?

"Was Israel wonderlul? "Wasn't

it wonderful?" "Was it thrilling?"

Questions were enthusiastically

thrown at me. My replies were

quiet. Thoughtful. Not because of

lack of feeling. Perhaps becatise of

too much feeling. I ask myself:

'Why was Israel wonderful? What
made it wonderftU? What made it

thrilling?" Surely not the scenery.

I have yet to see panoramas more

beautifid than some I viewed while

touring our own U. S. A. Not sl

display of wealth, nor opportunities

for the every-day man. The type of

kitchen the American housewife has

come to accept as a way of life is a

rarity in Israel. Many well-dressed

women I met there didn't hesitate

to tell me that most of their clothes

and accessories came from Ameri-

can-relatives.

And yet, as I dug into my soul

trying to find expression to just

what was wonderful in Israel I re-

called many incidents that had left

a deep imprint. Memories I carried

away with me; memories that will

forever remain things of beauty in

my mind and heart.

Prior to my visit there in July,

1955, I had been told by our rela-

tives, through letters, that food is

plentiful, that everything is obtain

able. Now that I have been in Israel

and seen—the question arises, just

how much is "plentiful," and exact-

ly what is "everything?" True, peo-

ple don't starve there. They don't

even go hungry. But, in all of the

food stores in Tel Aviv I was able

to find only one kind of ready-to-eat

cereal, and not a very palatable one,

at that. Canned milk, which costs

about 12 cents here, is 6oc in Israel.

Canned peaches, about 30c in our
stores (25c on specials), are $1.20.

I nearly choked on my dish of

canned peaches when I hea^d the

price.

Food, clothing, dwellings—they

are very high in proportion to what

people earn. Those fortunate

enough to have a few thousand dol-

lars needed to buy an apartment in

the "shikon"
(
(cooperative) have

one worry less to contend with. The
monthly upkeep, once the apart-

ment is bought, is very small. But

many of those who came over after

the War of Liberation have not yet

been able to save enough money to

buy an apartment. So they pay a

huge slice of their earnings for rent.

Yet they don't complain. They are

proud of their humble dwellings-

even those who had been accustom-

ed to beautiful, spacious homes in

Europe before the blot of Hitlerism

came to mar the history of the

world.

One yoimg woman, from Ru-

mania, who had tasted the reign of

both Communism and Nazism, said,

"Often I wake up at night and
look about me. And I'm so happy
I can hardly believe I am here.

That I am free to go where I please.

That I am afraid of nobody."

That's one reason why I say Israel

is wonderful.

Those people who had been ac-

customed to their luxurious homes
in Europe and now live in a hand-

to-mouth existence appeared hap-

py. I wondered. What makes them
happy? And when I realized that it

is their sense of security—the se-

curity that lies in Israel itself, I feel

the wonderfulness of that nation.

On the ship there were about 175

passengers from Morocco. Their

migration was sponsored by the

Jewish Agency. I looked at those

people with pity in my heart, real-

izing how the years of mistreat-

ment and poverty and suppression

had shaped them into what some
call "second-rate" citizens. They are

a submissive folk, backward in

jnany ways, and in some ways even

primitive. Yet Israel, that little

country with a big heart, opens its

arms to give a first class welcome
to those "second-rate" citizens.

(What later follows regarding the

settlement and adaptation of those

people is beside the point).

In Netanya I was amazed to see a

beautiful park, and I wondered
how a nation only seven years old,

struggling for its existence, could

indulge in the luxury of parks. I

was informed that whenever one
builds a house in Netanya he is tax-

ed five pounds for each room, and

this money is used for the purpose

of beautifying the city with parks.

That showed me again the wonder-

fulness of a country stressing beau-

ty, the aesthetic side of life, even

while striving for its rugged neces-

sities. There in the park I stood

admiringly when I suddenly heaid

singing. I moved towards the jSound

of the voices and when I came upon
the source of the singing I stood

perfectly still, petrified by an awe
that was momentarily beyond an-

alysis.

In

Philadelphia, the friends attracted

the attention of Isaac Moses, the

large sc.-^Je men/hant, who left

New York at the approach of the

British. His experienced eye meas-

ured these capable young men as

proper associates with whom to

form an organization to handle

the import-export business made
difficult by war conditions.

In the American market the war
had created a shortage of manu-
factured goods. The home com-

modities of tobacco, rice, cotton,

grain and lumber were l)ringing

good prices abroad. The odds

against breaking through the Brit-

ish blockade were great but not

insuperable. The profits out of a

ship that came in were attractive

enough to undertake the risk. But

the Wesl. Indies lay close enough
to cut down the hazards of cross-

ing the ocean. A neutral port such

as St. tustatia or St. Thomas
would be ideal for the exchange

of American products for the iln-

;shed articles of Europe.

The three formed a partner-

ship. Isaac Moses and Company
handled the business at the Ameri-

an end. Samuel and Moses Myers

operated out of Amsterdam. For

a time this combine came near

becoming the largest business con-

cern in all the 13 states; especially

after ihe operations of David
Franks began to dwindle as a re-

sult of the Tory accusations lev-

elled against him. The extent of

their commerce can be gauged
from their debts. At the close ot

the war, the Moses-Myers svndi-

cate owed to American and Euro-

pean cieditors something near
]f)0,000 pounds, equivalent in our

day to about $5,000,000.

Of course they had enougli as-

sets. But peace brought on defla-

tion, and goods were dumped on
the market at ruinous prices. Fhe
young republic found her former

allies stiff competitors in business.

W'c saw before us what was ap-

paiently one phase of a picnic.

About 40 women and children were

sitting on the grass, smiling and

singing with a group of 10 women
who were dancing. Just dancing.

Nothing exciting about that. But

—picture the 10 women, none of

them really young. None of them

girlish looking. Many with streaks

of grey in their hair. Jewish women,

Europeans.' Singing and dancing in

complete abandon in a public park.

In a quick flashback my imagina-

tion saw the hardships, struggles,

and tortures from which they had

escaped. And now, there they were,

on an ordinary day — "gleich in

mitt n voch " — having fun. Where
in the world but in Israel would a

scene like that meet your eyes?

Do you see what I mean when I

agree that Israel is a Avonderful

country?

In our frequent taxi rides my
husband, who can speak several lan-

guages, including Hebrew, inevit-

ably engaged in conversation with

the other occupants. Once he said

something aboiu the Yiddish and

German languages soon disappear-

ing among the Israelis. One passen-

ger, a German, who apparently

found conditions too difficult to

cope with, began defending the

German language and criticizing

Israel. Bedlam followed. Each pas-

senger spoke in no uncertain and in

no unquiet tones. The walls of the

taxi nearly burst open with the

force of the angry, indignant voices.

Then the driver spoke. I looked at

his straight back as his voice came

loud and clear. He spoke with no

soimd of anger. Indeed, there was a

trace of compassion in his voice, as

if he were sorry for the man's im-

happiness and somewhat tolerant

for his lack of taste. "I've had my
hard times," he said, "but I'd be

ashamed to complain before tour-

ists."

In some of our taxi rides we were

pleasantly impressed with the

young sabras, and even New York-

born Israelis who were always eager

to extol the virtues of the country,

on both emotional and logical ba-

sis. It was as though each one con-

sidered himself an information

bureau on the subject of his land.

What an awful lot of idealism it

must take to fill those people with

such great pride!

During one of our sightseeing

tours in Jerusalem four of the pas-

sengers in the taxi were a family of

Moroccans from the Negev, who
had arrived in Israel about a year!

ago. The young woman, about 20, *

told me proudly, through the in-

terpreter, that she has a job; she

works nights, on watch against the'

enemy, with gun in hand. As I

gazed at her with open admiration,

I recalled some undertones of re-

sentment I had detected: "We want

more Anglo-Saxons. We don't want

to build up our country with .

with second-rate citizens." Notwith-

standing, then, the humane aspect

exercized by Israel by bringing aH

Jews who seek safe haven in this

country, it seems to me that the ar

rangement is a good two-sided bar-

gain. The Jews from Morocco need,

Israel, and Israel needs them.

Once, in a kibbutz, I stood out-

side the nursery, gazing at the little

children in their cots. My attention

was caught by a black-skinned ba-

by, lying quietly, though wide

awake. I smilingly remarked how
cute she was.

"What a hard time we had get-:

ting her in here," the guide said.

"Why?" I asked, with some mis-

givings, wondering whether color

discrimination existed in Israel,!

too.

"Her Yemenite mother was afraid'

to place her in a nursery. Thoughti

she'd be giving up her rights to the^

child."

Silently, I uttered an apology for

the thought that had even dared

form itself in my mind. Here, in-i

deed, all men are created equal.

Wonderful to see the maxim in

operation.

So, although I saw before me a

rugged country, hard working peO'

pie, too much enemy border, I was

moved with awe at the measure of

accomplishment in seven difficult

years, stirred with admiration at

the zeal and idealism of the peoplej

and bowed down witli prayer inif

the turbulent little nation; Israel

found taxes even more burden-

some than under the royal gov-

ernors. The States erected against

each other tariff barrier^ o\ cus-

toms and- imposts. Freedom

seemed drifting towards anarchy,

and men talked of drafting

George Washington as king over

the liberated commonwealth.

There was little chance of re-

covery in a depression for a busi-

ness overburdened with debt. The

partners iried hard enough. Sam-

uel Mvers traveled from Amster-

dam to Paris and dined with the

intellectual aristocrat, 'ohn Ad-

ams. But the American diplomat

and future President could do

nothing for his fellow citizen who
needed a loan of at least 40,000

pounds. At home, Moses Myers

rushed about from state to state

trying to collect outstanding ac-

counts. In miserable winter

weather he sometimes made 100

miles a day by horse and coach.

Yet his efforts proved xain. .'\s

usual under such circumstances,

the partners fell out and l)oth

Myerses blamed Isaac Moses for

lack of cooperation, if not for

greater dereliction.

Nothing could stave olf l:)ank-

ruptcy. Assignees were set up in

Amsterdam.

Guest Editorial by ABBA EBAN
Israel Ambassador to the United States

The central theme of the anniversary celebration is the
permanence and stability of Israel in the life and law of the
^v'orld commimity.

On the day of its proclamation, Israel's independence was
a fragile growth. A community of 650,000 souls battled for life

against the concerted fury of all its foes, while the world looked
on in mingled alarm and awe. Cut off from any sustaining con-
tacts by land or sea or air, crippled by embargoes on its means
of defense, threatened by massacre and the eclipse of its old
redeeming hope, this people fought for the highest stakes of its

historic fortune.

A solitude, at once dreadful and sublime, attended us in
the crucial hour.

In the ensuing decade our foes have tried every device for
our undoing from armed assault to intimidation and blockade.
It is unlikely that Israel can ever face a danger the like of which
she has not seen or overcome before. But if the dangers have
not changed, there is a sharp transformation in our capacity to
meet them.

,

Then we were 650,000. Noav we are two million. Then our

I

foothold in the land was a slender, tortuous belt of settlement

j

along the coastal plain and Upper Galilee. Today the varied

I

rhythm of a nation's busy life extends from the upper reaches
!
of the Jordan to the gateway of the Red Sea.

Then we stood outside the shelter of international law and
relations. Today we live so organically within the international
family that we could not be swept away unless the foundations
of international order were themselves engulfed.

Then we heard voices of recognition from America and
Europe alone. Now we are strengthening our friendships in

;

Europe and America, while establishing new ones in the awak-
enmg continents of Asia and Africa, amongst nations younger
than we in their career of independence.

Then the very contours and identity of our statehood seem-
ed vague and fluid. Today the life of Israel has crystallized for
ten crowded years into a hardening mould of life and law. The
policy and honor of gi eat nations are committed to the doctrine
that nothing which Israel possesses and enjoys may be with-
drawn without her consent.

Today above all. there is a greater vigilance and sensitivity
m the world about the preservation of security in the Middle
East. No one can seriously believe in the possibility of a local

I

conflict which would not spread its flames and havoc far and
I wide. This is the increase of our region's peril. May it not also
be the increase of our safety? The Middle East, after all, is not
the only region in which this paradox prevails.

These tangible elements of Israel's security are deepened
and enlarged by great impulses of sympathy and sentiment.

The international forces making for Israel's survival and con-
solidation have been, and still are, decisively stronger than the
forces working for her undoing. A deep, historic design has
been unfolded in Israel's rebirth. The judgment of history has
fallen, firm and irrevocable. The issue is no longer whether
Israel will survive. The choice is between survival in peace, as
we should prefer, or survival in stress and turmoil, which we
shall accomplish if we must.

Therefore, while the sounds of celebration are heard in
Israel and in all the nations which have links with us, the cen-
tral question is how this milestone appears in the eyes of the
Arabs amongst its more thoughtful and constructive minds.

History has judged that these two kindred peoples shall for-
ever live together. Since this is Israel's destiny, she must find
means of preparing for it, even in the process of defending her
rights and resisting the implacable siege.

It would be tragic if the only Arab image in the Israeli
mind were that of the enemy in battle, or the adversary spitting
hatred in the international council chamber. Somehow we
must super-impose another image — of a creative Arab culture,
a language of majesty and power, a kinship with us in Middle
Eastern history and an absolute compulsion, however fiercelv
they now deny it, of a future to be shared with us in peace.

The deeper question is what the Arab world makes of this
spectacle of Israel, emerging in full strength and integrity from
a tumultous decade, to celebrate its freedom amidst the ap-
plause of the world. Are there none amongst them who read
the portents of history? Are there none who ask why the Arab
nation, established in its eleven sovereignties, should find it

difficult to live in peace with a neighbouring state 8,000 miles
in area, established in the cradle of its birth?

Arab leaders portray Israel as a wedge between their terri-
tories. Our true destiny is to be a bridge . . and this, by their
act of will, we could become.

Peace between Israel and her neighbours does not mean
the sacrifice of territory or interests by one to the other. It

means the flow of ideas and resources across a reviving region
within the context of our separate and inviolate sovereignties.

It may be that the Arab world is not yet emotionally ripe
for this transformation. In these conditions I doubt the wisdom
of an obtrusive, constant, probing search for what is called "a
peace settlement. " Peace cannot be imposed from the outside.
It is a positive impulse of the human will. It can only spring
from a voluntary emotion.

The objective of statesmanship in the early future is, there-
fore, not peace, but the more modest ambition of security. The
need is for greater precision and clarity in existing interna-
tional commitments to oppose any change in the status quo bv
force.

Peaceful relations between Israel and her neighbours are
more likely to evolve unobtrusively from a prolonged period
of carefully nursed tranquility than to spring out of spectacular
diplomacy or public debate.

As Israel grows more vigorous in her economy, more deeply
rooted in her soil and resources, more universal in her inter-

In all these cities of your ocean

seaboard and the great continental

expanse, great throngs have as-

sembled in a fervor of respect and
love.

It is amidst the sounds of the

American tribute that there emerge

the plaudits of other lands—Eu-

rope, Africa and Asia—and with a

special emotion too deep for words,

among our Jewish kinsmen of all

the lands of their dispersion, the

sound of rejoicing and festivity has

been heard.

This celebration has far more
than a social and historic impact.

It is a massive demonstration of

Israel's peinianence and stability

in the law and life of our genera-

tion.

It signalizes that in the hearts

and minds of the world Israel is

a cherished part of this generation's

life.

To those who threaten her with

destruction or who menace her

with harm, the conscience of the

world has spoken with urgent

voice, "Beware, for Israel is the

inheritance and the possession of

the world. Whosoever violates her

sanctuary will outrage the law and
conscience of the nations."

The echoes of this celebration

have had a healing influence across

the whole range of Israel's inter-

national relations in politics, in

commerce and in sentiment.

\'\^hat then can I do for a grate-

fid government and people but to

respond with gratitude to the trib-

ute of your praise

Do not tear lest this great out-

burst of eulogy will uplift our

hearts beyond a due humility or

will breed a complacent attitude.

We are not absolute in virtue.

Modern Israel has her imperfec-

tions and we have no lack of

friendly counsellors to point out

exactly what they are.

From this unforgettable wave of

sympathy which has surrounded

us, we learned that the conscience

of our generation endorses our

vision and approves the earnest

toil whereby we struggle towards

its fulfillment.

And yet this is a country small

in size, and weak in strength.

Its resources, even in this era ol

their expansion are of modest scope

in comparison with the wealth of

the great imperial and continental

powers.

The weight of Israel lies small

and fragile in the scales of power.

Why then this universal outburst

of praise? Why the song of imiver-

sal approbation? Why does this

generation as it stumbles amidst

the newly revealed terrors of its

fusion, see such great purpose and
design in the spectacle of Israel's

modern rebirth?

The answer lies, of course, partly

in the procession of this decade's

achievement, a people multiplied

and blessed threefold beyond the

small community which proclaim-

ed its independence ten years ago.

A land rehabilitated and rescued

from the disgrace of desolation, a

democracy established on the

foundations of personal and social

freedom, a people stalwart in de-

fense of life, and home and nation,

a culture reborn from the lineage

of 3,000 years and animated by the

youthful vigor of the modern
scientific age; a society founded on
the high ambitions of social justice,

searching eagerly for new forms

and techniques with which to

avoid the millstones of economic
exploitation, a matchless act of

rescue which opened our gates to

900,000 of our tormented kinsmen
fleeing from the great havoc of all

the ages; a flag established proudly

in the international family. This

is the rich and bountiful harvest

of ten, tempestuous years.

And all this has been achieved

with the special dynamism which

attends a young people in the form-

ative periods of its growth.

The admiration of this achieve-

ment is deepened when we reflect

that but a few years before, all oi

this seemed a fantasy, a dream be-

yond range of fulfillment.

The land was remote, the people

were scattered, its sons were alien-

ated by time and distance and

strangeness of tongues from the

original sources of their union.

The connection between that

people and that land had no full

recognition in the jurisprudence

of nations.

Weakness and disaster and hu-

miliation had been its portion

throughout the martyrdom of the

previous decade. And yet, from this

chasm and abyss of weakness, an

act of rejuvenation took place.

Every chivalrous mind must ap
plaud the swiftness of that transi-

tion.

It is a consciousness of the con-

trast between the weakness of sc)

years ago and the pride and op-

portunity of today that give the

special honor to this universal ap
plause. For if this {people in thai

condition could recapture the con-

ditions of its independence and
salvation, then there is no disaster

beyond redemption — and then,

if this people could recapture its

freedom, then the freedom of na-

tions must be a prime force which
may be suppressed, but need never

i)e extingtushed.

There is a debt which the con-

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Chaim Weizmann
Israel's First President

CHAIM WUIZMANN

On a warm and sunny Noveni-
her afternoon in Israel three years

ago, 1 sat in a handsomely-appoint-

ed study of a gracious home that

matched the air o( elegance and
comfort which are typicii oi an

English country house Fine vol-

umes, fine paintings and exquisite

objects d'art, whi(h showed they

had been selected v/ith a roiniois-

seur's unerring taste, expressed the

cultured personality ot the house-

hold. The oblong library seemed
visibly to contain the distilled es-

•=ence of knowledge, cuhure and of

that inimitable artistry oi livino

which one instinctively associates

with the milieu of great ])eople.

It was the first of November, a

day before the oilirial inaugura-

tion ceremony of the Wei/niann

Institue of Science in If*49. I had

come to interview Presi<leiit Chaim
Weizmann in anticipation of that

tTowning event in his long and

active life, the formal dedication

of the Institute of Science wliich

he cherished so deeply

"Workshops At The Institute

The last time I h id interviewed

him for a newspaper a!li(le had

l»een five years earlier, on the eve

of his 70th birthday. He had a re-

markable memory for name, dates

and places of earlier meetings and

ne recalled details thai I had for-

ii^otten.

The President sat in an arm-

chair before me, speaking in his

familiar low but musical voice. He
ruminated aloud on 'vhat he felt

ought to be the Institute's and

Israel's contributions to the ad-

\ancement of human welfare.

The Institute's departments had

already rendered some valuable

services to the 194<S war of libera-

tion although it was still not "of-

fically" open. Dr, VVeizniana spoke

of them and surveyed the tasks

and responsibilities which he con-

ceived for the Rehovoth institute

in its relationship to the State.

Then, in the course of his mus-

ing, he said:

"Of course, there are also the

workshops at the Institute. We've

put a good deal into tliem. They're

indispensable to any institute of

science, and much more so in a

mall country like ours v/here you

cannot get equipment and machin-

ery repaired as quickly as in a

larger country. Our ov;n work-

shops here in Rehovoth nmst be

able to manufacture anything from

a pin to a battleship."

Having uttered the colorful

figure of jpeech, his usually som-

ber countenance broke into an en-

gaging smile and he added, with

eyes twinkling behind blue-tinted

spectacles, "1 don't, however, sup-

pose we shall be asked to help in

building up the Israel Navy just

yet."

Sparkling Wit

Dr. Wei/mann was f.rmous for

his sparkling wit. His friends and

others who met him eagerly await-

ed those spontaneous and brilliant

sallies, which came cjuite unex

pectedly. He could convey more

in what appeared to be a casual

aside or ifterthought than many
another in a long and carefully-

prepared address. It was the hu-

man quality in him, the ability to

allow his faculty of mordant hu-

mor translate abstract concepts into

simple terms.

That huinor, or perhaps that hu-

manism, was ever-present; keen, in-

cisive, delicately-poised, of charac-

teristic wrvness. As one who had

been nurtured in the traditions of

England, he was addicted to under-

statement and could make a point

far more effectively by a shaft of

quiet irony than most others by

extravagant claim.

There was the story told many
vears ago of a well-intentioned it

somewhat portentous visitor, ajj-

parently someone of importance,

else Dr. Weizmann would not have

escorted him on a tour of the lab-

oratories. The visitor was persist-

ent in questioning Dr. Weizmann
on the character of tire research

work then in progress.

Although adhering to the scien-

tific code of reticence which lor-

hids revealing details of uncom-

pleted processes. Dr. Weizmann
was doing iiis best n'ith customary

urljanity and charm to interpret

the scientific program in terms

understandable to the layman. He
saw, however, that he was only

mystifying the other.

An "Important" Project

Suddenly the President indicat-

ed a corner of one lal -oratory

which was filled with retorts and
test-tubes and said, "Now there's

a project going on which I think

is the finest I've ever known. It's

really something important."

Overawed and impressed, the

visitor asked what it was.

"I'll let the man in charge ex-

pound," Dr. Wei/mann replied,

beckoning to a white coated as-

sistant.

When the man approached he

asked, "What are you doina over

there in the corner?"

"Boiling water for tea," was the

answer.

"You see!" Dr. Weizmann ex-

claimed triumphantly, turning to

the visitor.

He was no less observant and
concerned lor the little things as

well as the great things. His auto-

biography. "Trial and Error,"

abounds in these unexpected in-

sights on Ins character. When the

Sieff Research Institute was plan-

ned in 1933, and he had begun to

send invitations to some of Ger-
many's outstanding scientists to

come to Israel, Weizmann insisted

on a club-house being built to

cater to the amenities oi the stall.

He had the vacant land at the back
of the Sieff Institute building laid

out and planted with pines and
other shade-trees "so that scientists

can have .1 place where to walk
;md think. • He added at the time,

"Scientists, too, like a pleasant spot'

to spend away from tiie labora-

tory."

He had an ineffable gift fori

tidiness and order. He hated to see

refuse or discarded litter on the

floors or in the grounds of the 1

Weizmann Institute He tells the

story himself in "Trial and Error"

how his insistence upon cleanliness

eventually came to be obtjyed bv

chauffeurs who brought visitors to

the place.

Picked Up Cigaretre Ersds

But he omitted mention ol one

important fact: whenever he walk-;

ed along i corridor in anv of the

buildings and happened to notice

.

a cigarette stub carelessly ground 1

underheel, he would stoop and 1

pick it up placing it carefully in 1

the nearest wall receptacle. That i

practice soon taught its general 1

lesson, and cigarette ends or spent 1

matches were no longer to be seen.

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An Astonishing Growth
In A Short Period

ITZHAK BEN ZVI

To all the citizens and residents

of the State of Israel and to all our

brethren, wherever they may be;

to the Israel Defense Army and

our other security fortes, stand-

ing guard by day and by night in

defence of the country and build-

ing up the homeland—to all I send

greetings on the occasion our festi-

val of independence, ten years

after the rebirth of the State of

Israel. Let your hands be strength-

ened!

Ten years is a short tinit,' in the

life of any people—all the more so

m the life of the people as ancient

as ours, and in the life oi a coun-

try like ours that reckons its an-

nuals in centuries and millen-

niums. Yet it is difficult to lind an

era in the life of our people and

the life of our country, through-

out our long history, that has been

as rich in deeds and in chaiiges of

all kinds as this decade. Indeed,

this land has absorbed more than

its share of the ravages of war and

of sudden disasters, whether

brought upon it by Heaven or by

the hand of man; still, it is ditficult

to find a period of coiistru< tion

and growth comparable to tliis

brief span of time, in whidi we

have been privileged to view with

our own eyes the realization oi our

people's hopes through the ages,

the breaking of the yoke of the

Diaspora and our proud return to

our land.

On the eve of the rebii t!i oF the

State of Israel, the countiy, then

under the yoke of th," foreign

Mandate, had a Jewish population

of barely 650,000 souls. Now, at the

end of the first decade of oar in-

dependence, the number of the in-

habitants of the State o^ Israel has

risen to close to two millions; and

the Jewish community constitutes

a decisive majority in the land. All

this despite the curtailment of the

territory of the State to two-thirds

of the territory of western Pales-

tine in the Mandetory period.

This astonishing growth—and in

so short a period—would have been

mipossible but for the great wave

of immigration and the ingather-

ing of the scattered sons of Israel

in their historic homeland. And,

indeed, the miracle transpired: a

*;tir went through the Diaspora,

and there arose a movement of mi-

gration, for which we had hoped

and prayed. From all the lands

of the dispersion they came—from

seventy different countries, rang-

mg from lands of which our fore-

fathers had been exiled, as far back

as the days of the First and Second

Temples, as prisoners of the sword

- to the countries of later disper-

sions. Together with this immigia-

tion came the consolidation of the

tribes into one people, one nation

in its lands, as they were in days

of old, before they were l)anished

from their soil.

Had it not been for the ^.Vorld

Zionist Movement and the bold

pioneering eniterprise, had it not

been for the unflinching moral

and material aid—faithful fratern-

al assistance — rendered by our

brethren in the Diasport before

and after the rebirth of the State,

*he absorption of so large an im-

migration and the building of the

homeland in such proportions

would not have been possible.

The rebirth of the new State

has restored to the tribes of Israel

their unity and, to the people as a

whole, its independence.

After generations of wandering

among the nations of the Avorld, as

a negligible and homeless minority

and, in most of the lands of the

dispersion, as second-class citizens,

we are once again a fiee pe<^ple

living in its own state this is the

greatest new development we have

been privileged to experien<e in

these our days, after many geneia-

rions of yearning for redemption.

This fact—the establishment of

Israel as a sovereign nation -con

fers upon us a privilege enjoved bv

all people of the world, and that

we have not enjoyed for two thou-

sand years: the privilege of inde-

pendent nationhood. This privi-

ege, however, imposes upon us

certain obligations with regard to

our minorities — obligations we

have taken upon ourselve-; willing-

ly and sincerely: "One law shall be

for you and for the stranger that

sojourneth with you." This com-

mand was first proclaimed by our

great lawgiver three thousand

years ago, when the whole world

was engiUfed in barbari( slaveiy;

and we will take heed to obsetxe

it now that we are returning to

sovereign nationhood as in the be-

ginning.

Together with the redemption

of the people has come also the

redemption of the land 1 hiciugh

many ;i generation the land has

lain in utter desolation—half of it

an arid wilderness, the other hai£

immersed in swamps and ravaged

by the dread disease of malaria,

by poverty and fearful explolra

tion of jjeasant and worker, by the

violence of its rulers who dorf»inat-

ed town and country and I)y the

helplessness of its inhabitants who
vere sid^jugated for centmie'-.

Feudal rule—which had long since

been swept away in most civilizeil

countries -continued to pre\ ail in

this country, as it had in the Mid-

dle Ages, almost down to these our

times. A certain change came about

under the Mandatory Covern-

tnent; but most of the countrv re-

mained desolate. In vain its sous

knocked on the gates of the coun-

tiy, which remained closed before

ihem, with but a small opening be-

Absorption of Immigrants

Economic Absorption

The great majority ot immi-

grants arrived in the country with-

out any means. Less than 2% had

previousy engaged in any agiicul-

tural pursuits; most of them had

no vocational training whatsoever

and had come from economically

undeveloped countries. The Gov-

ernment and the Jewish Agency

have provided them with financial

assistance, training facilities and

housing. Vocational training has

also been provided by the Histad-

rut (General Federation ot La-

bour).

The cumidative result of these

efforts has been that at the end of

the first decade of independence:

• 15% of the gainfully employed
in the Jewish population are en-

gaged in agriculture (12.6% in

1957)-

• Over 40% are employed in

industry, mining, construction and
transportation.

• Average production per em-

ployee has risen 40-50 per cent.

In 1950-56, gross industrial pro-

ductivity per hour increased by

4.4% annually.

Housing

202,900 housing units were built

with the assistance of Government,

Jewish Agency and other public

funds, while 50,000 housing units

were built by private enterprises.

Tihe Democratic Process

Israel is a parliamentary democ-
racy. Supreme authority is vested

in a one-chamber Parliament, call-

ed the "Knesset" (Assembly), with

120 members. The Cabinet is re-

sponsible to the Knesset and holds

office as long as it enjoys the con-

fidence of the Knesset.

The great influx of immigrants

of different cultural and political

backgrounds, from some 70 coun-

tries, most of whom had no experi-

ence in the democratic process of

government, doubled the number
of voters, but did not bring about

significant changes in the political

structure of the Government. All

coalition Governments since the

re-establishment of the State have

had a solid core of parties which

have iminterruptedly participated

in the Cabinet.

Constitutional legislation — al-

though not yet a comprehensive

written Constitution — and an in-

dejjendent judiciary worthy of the

great Jewish heritage of the rule

of law and justice, guarantee the

democratic form and content of

government and the rights and
freedoms of all citizens.

In February 1958 the Knesset

enacted the first of the "Basic

Laws" which are to make up Is-

rael's constitution. It deals with

the legislature itself.

During this first decade the Pro-

\-isional Council of State and the

Knesset passed close to 800 laws.

Economic Progress

Innestments

During this decade, gross nation-

al investments amounted to IL-

5,000 millions at 1956 prices (1,-

IL 1.800). In addition to being an

underdeveloped country in need of

capital investments from abroad,

the nation had to build its economy
on the ruins of a war-ravaged land.

Most of that sum had, therefore, to

be derived from sources outside the

country. Ihe total import of cap-

ital in the years 1948-1957 was $2,-

551 million.

It should be emphasized, how-

ever, that this was not the sum
available to the national economy
for development. Considerable re-

soiuces had to be diverted for de-

fense pinposes, and Arab boycott

and blockade made imports more
expensive. Thus only a sum of be-

tween $1,500111 and $i,75om was

available for development and con-

structive absorption of the mass

immigration.

Agriculture

Four hundred-fitty villages and

farm settlements were established

during this decade as compared
with 277 settlements in the course

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THE YEARS AHEAD
By DR. NAHUM GOLDMANN

DR. NAHUM GOLDMANN

I see five central prohJenis \vith

which Israel will have to cope in

the second decade ot its existence.

The first and most decisive, is its

integration into the Middle East,

on the basis of peaceful and

friendly relations with th? peoples

of this area, and its participation,

with the other nations of the re-

gion, in the great reconstriictionist

process now commencing in that

part of the world. The achieve-

ment of this supreme goal of Is-

rael's statesmanship is impossible

without an agreement, or at least

a political armistice between the

East-West poAver blocs, the elimi-

nation of the cold war from the

area and a joint East-West guar-

antee of the region s security from

threats of aggression and armed

conflict. This accrjmplished, the

Arab governments will compre-

hend that they cannot hope to de-

stroy Israel, and the stage will have

been set lor reconciling the differ-

ences between Israel and the Arab

states through peaceful negotia-

tions.

The second major problem fac-

ing Israel in its second decade is

the need to achieve a reasonable

measure of economic independ-

ence. A number of sources that

have fed Israel's economy will ije

exhausted some time in the sec-

ond decade. The German Repara-

tions Agreement will terminate in

another few years, and it is doubt-

ful that American governmental

economic aid will continue on the

5ame generous scale as hitherto.

Thus Israel will be forced to re-

adjust itself to a new restrictive

set of circumstances and to reduce,

if not close, the tremendous gap

between incc^me and exiKiidiliirc

in foreign currency. This will not

be easy; it will affect all levels and

areas of life in Israel and compel

serious alteration of its economic

and social structure. Failure to

'riake such adjustments shall have

grave consequences for fsraels

economic viability.

The third problem is purciv

socio-cultnral. The great elfort to

merge the many and diverse hu-

man elements that have entered

Israel m its first decade of state-

hood, from environments centuries

apart in their culture and conduct,

has succeded beyond expec tations,

but its ultimate goal, the cohesion

of the ingathered diasporas, that

first essential for Israel's existence

as a unified nation, is yet to be

achieved. This process of mould

ing a nation is one of the most

fascinating social processes of our

day, without precedent in histoiv,

for never before has there been

such a multitudinous and varied

convergence of immigrants within

so short a time. The self-segrega-

tion of people according to Lands-

manschaften and their countries of

origin, the exaggerated loyalty to

parties, the inclination to sectar-

ianism on issues of political and

social controversy, will have to

yield to the higher priority of real

patriotism, to pride of member

ship in a new nation. Unless this

is done, the centrifugal tendencies

within Israel society may assert

themselves more boldly and dis-

astrously, imperilling the nation's

stabilitv and cohesion.

Israel's role wihin the totality

of global Jewish life will f)e de-

termined by its success or failure

to work out a sound oattern of

relations between Israel Jev.-ry and
ihe Jewish people abroad. This in-

ternal problem is no less impor-

tant and urgent than the external

problem of resolving the Arab-Is-

rael relationship. A satisfactory so-

lution is of decisive importance for

Israel's survival and the continuity

of Jewish communities outside Is-

rael, yet little has been done until

now to solve it. The present rela-

tionship is unsatisfactory and not

loo fruitful from a long vie\v. Di-

aspora Jewry's role is restricted al-

most exclusively to economic and

political assistance, with no provi

sions for truly sharing responsibil-

ities, with no structural channels

for reciprocal influence. A rcla

tionship so restricted is frustrating,

must falter, and cannot last for-

ever. Methods must be found, with

all due deference to the sover

eignty of the State of Israel, to vest

in the Jewish people the respcjn-

sibilities, moral and spiritual, for

shaping Israel's destiny and will

Scientific Researcli

The Weizmann Institute of Sci-

ence, inaugurated in 1949; the Is-

rael Atomic Energy Commission,

established in 1952; the Research

Council of Israel, attached to the

Prime Ministers Office; the Biolog-

ical Research Institute, and a nimi-

ber of research stations for agricul-

ture, seafishing, fish breeding, for-

estry, etc., in cooperation with the

Hebrew University and the Tech-

nion, have considerably pushed

back the boundaries of knowledge

in their respective fields.

Israel's scientific efforts are dev-

oted to finding solutions to the

country's specific technical and sci-

entific problems, while at the same

time contributing to the general

treasury of scientific knowledge. In

both directions Israel scientists have

registered significant achievements

in the course of this decade.

Research at the Weizmann Insti-

tute of Science had led to the in-

vention of special methods for the

production of heavy water and the

extraction of uranium from phos-

phates, of which Israel has large

deposits.

The holding of the International

Conference on Nuclear Structure

at the Weizmann Institute in 1957

was an international recognition of

Israel's nuclear research.

An original invention in the use

of solar energy has also aroused in-

ternational interest.

The Salk vaccine against polio is

being produced locally.

Israel in the Family of Nations

Israel maintains diplomatic rela-

tions with fifty states, 1 1 of them

in Asia and Africa. In 1957, 17

trade and payment agreements bet-

ween Israel and other states were
in force, and Israel products reach-

ed the iTiarkets of some 80 countries.

The Israel Permanent Delgation
to the United Nations has taken an
active part in the deliberations and
activities of the international or-

ganization. Israel has been a mem-
ber of the U.N. Peace Observation

Connnission since its establishment
in 1950, and was also elected to the

U. N. Commission on Hiunan
Rights.

The Conscience of Our Generation

member of the human family, and

that is the debt of identity, the

opportunity for creativeness. A
generation which had helped the

Arab people achieve its freedom

in 11 sovereign states would have

been false to its own justice if it

had not, at the same time, assisted

Israel's liberation in her small but

cherished home.

Beyond admiration for achieve-

ment, and beyond the impulse of

justice, there lay also the instinct

for remedy. This retribution was
the least debt which history owed
us.

Once the world's conscience in

a sudden surge of spirit consecrated

our rights to statehood, it could

not have done so within a more
humble or modest domain.

But I suggest to you that the

lesson which we have learned from
the many thoughtful penetrating

words, is that there is another im-

pulse beyond all these which ex-

plains the broad scope of this cele-

bration, and this is the special

history which surrounds our name!
It is a small people. It is a little

land. But this small people is the

parent, and this little land the

cradle of all humanity's deepest

hopes.

In the previous eras of her in-

dependence, this little people of

shepherds and farmers, was sur-

rounded also by empires richer,

niore mature, more sophisticated

than they; and these empires

Egypt, Babylon, Assyria and Asia

Minor, looked with undisguised

contempt upon that rude and rug-

ged race, the pastoral peoples in

the barren rack island between the

Jordan and the Mediterranean.

Yet of all these great empires,

even the most refined amongst

them, such as Greece and Rome
were, despite the wealth of their

material achievement, gripped by

a vast melancholy. For they con-

ceived the world as a relentless

cycle coming back to its starting

point in darkness and chaos, and

they saw man as the passive object

of history, devoid of any capacity

of choice. "Round and round,"

said Marcus Aurelius, "goes the

wheel of history. Man is helpless

upon its spokes. As it was, so will

it forever be."

In this world, this people of

Israel in that land was first to be-

lieve that progress, not repetition,

is the law of history, that man is

the master of historic experience,

that he is endowed with the capa-

city of choice.

By this revolutionary insight the

whole status of human life was

elevated to a new dignity. The
corollary of that insight was in-

ternational peace and social justice

and individual morality.

The consequences of the insight

were the great revolution which

Richmond, Va.
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established the Jewish, the Chris-

tian and the Moslem civilizations.

Of these native insights, this

people exiled from Israel became

the eternal custodian, dreaming

forever of restoration to the pre-

vious conditions of its greatness,

until in this, our generation, in a

sudden surge of vitality, vigor and
resilience, it brought about the

great reunion between people, land

and language, out of whom the

original redemption was born.

There is no way of describing,

there is no way of appraising this

achievement, except by according

to it a quality of greatness.

It is in such terms, I think, that

Israel must look backward upon
the decade thait has elapsed, and
forward to the perspectives of its

fiuure.

The lesson of such an appraisal

is the lesson of universality.

Israel as a historic idea is greater

than Israel as a geogiaphical fact;

and modern Israel must live with-

in the terms of her history.

The link between the modern
State of Israel and a true universal-

ity lies in the history and the future

of the Jewish people.

I respect, I understand the tend-

ency of some of my countrymen to

aspire to what they call a normal
nationhood, to underestimate the

community of purpose and of back-

ground with those who live beyond
her frontiers, and to see her life

circumscribed by her geograj^hy.

We as a people have had too little

geography and too much history.

Yet I believe this must be re-

jected, for modern Israel is compre-

hensible only as a climax in the

history of the Jewish people, only

as the sanctuary of a Jewish civi-

lization, universal in space and
eternal in time.

The practical consequences of

such an outlook are varied. First,

in return for the love and devotion

which flow in to Israel from the

Jewish world, we must eliminate

reproach and deprecation from our
attitude to our Jewish kinsmen
everywhere. We have no interest

in pursuing them with negative re-

proach because they presume to

exist at all outside the framework
of our statehood.

Convinced as we are that it is

only within Israel that a man can
live within the full terms of our
people's history—we cannot ignore

the historic forces which have
borne our kinsmen so far afield

to all the continents of the world.

Still less should we be concerned

to follow Diaspora Jewry with pre-

dictions of its inevitable doom. I

fail to imagine any circumstance

in which weakness and disaster

could come to Diaspora Jewry
without weakness and disaster com-

ing to Israel as well.

Therefore, beyond the fully ac-

cepted separation of political al-

legiance, the only terms which are

relevant in defining our relations

with our Jewish kinsmen, are the

terms of unity, of intimacy, of the

journey together of people across

much grief and much havoc, and
who in the course of that journey

have reached a covenant of mutual
responsibility.

Sheer truth, sheer reference for

facts must also lead us to educate

our youth in a deep reverence for

the Zionist saga of the past five

decades.

Of this universality there are

other corners, many of which have
been discussed here. Many of them
are derived from the shadow of the

scientific revolution.

I do not believe that all the

corners of the new scientific age

are hostile to Israel's prospects of

survival or consolidation.

One result is the equalization of

all nations in a common danger.

That vulnerability which belongs

to the small nations is now also

the inheritance of the great.

Moscow, New York, San Francis-

co and Leningrad are just as safe

or just as vulnerable as Paris, Lon-
don, Rotterdam, yes, Haifa, or Tel
Aviv.

There are no safe or vulnerable

nations; every nation is bound to

every other nation in a covenant!

of mutual vulnerability. And un-

like some who have spoken, I do
see in this equalization of danger

a possible anchorage for security.

long political experience and its

great spiritual heritage may find

no other reason for not blowing

itself to bits except the sheer im-

pulse of self-preservation.

But in that impulse is the only

barrier between mankind and its

final tragedy of error. Is it not

better that we cherish that barrier

than that we possess none at all?

There is a possibility in the

ecjuilibrium of this danger, the

possibility for stability as well as

for peril. This equation of danger

together with the growing collec-

tion of the nuclear powers in the

Middle East has increased the stress

of our generation for peace in

the Middle East. It has increased

our peril. Might it not also have
increased our safety?

The Middle East is not the only

region in which this paradox pre-

vails.

Another result of the scientific

revolution is to enlarge the pros-

pects of our economic develop-

ment. Nuclear energy and solar

power may wrest us from the ser-

vitude of imported oils.

And a third fact will be to en-

hance the stature of scientific effort

and of intellectual enterprise

against the sheer bout of territory

and mass of population.

This, then, is the vision to which
we aspire. Israel, as the center of

a Jewish civilization, within the

context of a broad universality. It

is no accident, therefore, that the

impact of our intellect, ol our age,

has been excited by this vision.

There is little dissent to this af-

firmative appraisal of Israel's past

Congratulations to The

State of Israel.

them ever since.

And the same minoriry heresy in

rhe historic writing of our times,

sees us in the intensity of our zeal

and devotion and accuses of

chauvinism. This char;;e also

frightens us not.

There is a quality of devotion to

one's country which men call pa-

triotism when they possess it them-

selves, and chauvinism when they

observe it in others.

Whatever Jsrael will hereafter do

will in one way or an(;iher take

form and color from the experi-

ence of this decade. IJnde:' every

doubt and under evc\ ^ ciream

there will be the knowledge

brought bv these ten yeais, the

awareness that final triumph and

disasters are two aspects of some-

thing lying beyond imipediate vic-

tory, and a vision brought ten

vears ago iiy a people which savor-

ed the joy of birth and tlic fear of

death within a single day. A new
dimension has been added to our

nation's memory and the explora-

tion of it will take many eeuera-

tions.

The first decade with its lights

and shadows, its unendurable

pathos and its scarred and rugged

splendor \vill l)e the possession of

the Jewish people until the end of

time. Three hundred years ago,

the Pilgrim Fathers of this con-

tinent celebrated their first year

of survival innidst the rigors of the

land, and they wrote, "W'e have

made a clearing in the wilderness.

Another vear will see a broader

clearing, a richer harvest. W'e have

made a good beginning in a hos-

tile world."

Surely modern Israel can, in

the terms of its own tradition, echo

those phrases of thanksgiving and

give thanks to the Providence of

history which has kept us alive and

sustained us, and enaMed ns to

witness this day.

He quotes rather Ludwig
Liwisohn who said: 'We are Jews
by virtue ot what happened at

"Well, yes," Segal went on to

And here's

my friend Maurice Schapiro of

Elizabethtown, Kentucky, writing

again to question me: When 1

write ot what being a good Jew
really means, why don't I empha-
size the duty of a Jew to be regular

at synagogue service?

That's of

the Judaism I've grown up to in

the 75 years."

I asked him: "And how much
longer do you want to keep on liv-

ing?"

He replied: "As long as my fin-

gers can strike the typewriter keys.

But I'm no longer in the least

afraid of dying. My children all

have grown up and married, and
there's no longer much need for

me down here, except, maybe, to

entertain some of the readers who
like me. A year more, a year less

makes little difference at this time

of life."

Praiseworthy
The project of the North Carolina Association ot Jewish

Women for a state Jewish Home for the Aged, while, even after

a couple of years is still in the embryonic stage, is a worthy one.

It was quite generally recognized from the outset that it was
necessarily a long-range proposition, but progress is being
made to the point where it is hoped that before too long it can
be presented as a tangible proposal, with much of the "blue
sky" eliminated.

A noteworthy contribution to this endeavor is the action
taken by the High Point Chapter of the National Council of

Jewish Women which has allocated .|3,ooo, raised in their

charity fund over a period of years, to be used for a Memorial
in the Home for the Jewish Aged when it becomes a reality.

This money was raised by their Charity Cards sent in "Sad-
ness" and "Gladness" by the members. They also have a Happy
Day Fund—money which is collected at the end of each meet-
ing, and this money is now earmarked for a Torah to be given
to the Home.

Surely a group like this planning ahead with such gener-
osity will help bring the dream nearer reality, and it is hoped
that similar organizations throughout the State will see then-

way clear to emulate this fine spirit of the High Point women.

Thoughts On A New Building
A recent visit to the new B'nai B'rith Building in Washing-

ton, D. C, by the writer provokes some inspiring thotights.

The dramatically designed eight-story structure, an archi-

tectural triumph in a city known for its beautiful buildings, is

a fitting symbol for the first national service organization estab-

lished in the United States. It was built by B'nai B'rith's Henry
Monsky Foundation, an institution memorializing B'nai
B'rith's wartime leader.

The museum that occupies the brightly-lit first floor of the
spic-and-span building—named the Philip M. and Ethel Klutz-
nick Exhibit Hall in honor of B'nai B'rith's dynamic president
and his wife— is a dramatic expression of how Jewry can flour-

ish in, and contribute to, the democratic spirit.

The rich collection of historic documents, letters, paint-
ings, sculpture, first editions and other Jewish memorabilia
illustrates for all to see the deep roots of Jewry on this con-
tinent. They show how far we have traveled since the days of
!i655 when the first Jewish immigrants petitioned choleric
i Peter Stuyvesant for a place to bury their dead—and the extent
'of Jewry's subsequent participation in almost every phase of
American life.

They show how men like Adolph Sutro and Solomon N.
Carvalho helped to build up the West. They describe the mili-
Itary and diplomatic exploits of men like Commodore Uriah
N. Levy and Judah P. Benjamin. They document, in works
ranging from silverware by Colonial master, Myer Myers, to
paintings by modern masters, the artistic ability of American

Jewry. Jewish literary talent is also heralded. One can inspect
the personal notes of Isaac Leeser and Emma Lazarus, and dis-

cover the works of many writers and scholars on the shelves
of the adjoining Franklin Delano Roosevelt Four Freedoms
Library, established by the B'nai B'rith Women.

In its 114 years of existence B'nai B rith has developed a
lacility for community services that embrace many facets of
Jewish life—from civil rights to adult Jewish education, from
vocational counseling to overseas philanthropy. The new
building with its colorful museum and library, might well be
considered another B'nai B'rith service, one devoted to give
American Jewry a ne-^v pride in its past.

Jewish-Christian Relations

There is a rule of thumb in Jewish connniuiity relations
under which it is assumed that any hostility toward Jews can
come only from narrow-minded anti-Semites and that rela-
tions between Jews and other groups, such as Catholics and
Protestants, are ipso factor pleasant, have never been other-
wise and never be otherwise regardless of circumstances.

The fact is, however, that the circumstances have included
a fight by American Jewry, with varying persistence and some
success, against Christian-sponsored or Christian-backed
breaches of the Constitutional wall between Church and state.

Any reasonably objective observer, aware of this, might logi-
cally assume that if American Jews publicly oppose Sunday
closing laws, which a very large number of American Chris-
tians strongly favor, then it would be a most unusual human
reaction for some or many of those Christians not to be an-
noyed by the Jewish stand.

The same Jews who glibly tout this rule of thumb for
Jewish-Christian relations expect and accept the fact that
Catholics and Protestants have their religious differences, that
these spill into public controversy and that relations between
the two major Christian groups can become quite strained
indeed.

All this makes most heartening the stand of the Synagogue
Council of America in seeking direct talks between the leaders
of the three religious communities to deal with what its presi-
dent. Rabbi Theodore L. Adams, has described as "the grow-
mg tension in relations" between the three religious groups
over fundamental church-state issues.

Rabbi Adams asked the Synagogtie Council to act after he
warned that religious leaders who say that there are no inter-
group irritations on these hotly-debated issues "are fostering
an illusion which will one day blow up in their faces."

This is a w^arning which deserves serious thought because
the Synagogue Council in recent years has developed close ties
with Catholic and Protestant groups and their leaders, and
has effective channels to the thinking of these Christian lead-
ers and opinion-makers at both the national and local levels.
The approach of the Synagogue Council is unique in that it

Really, woidd tliere be any

Jews or Judaism left in the world

if tlie Jews of 2000 years ago had

i-iecome Reiormers . . . if there

veren't left to them the rituals,

Lhe customs, kashruth, all that,

vv'hicli like some big coat has kept

a lot of Jews warmly Jewisli

through those millenia?

"Yes, Mr. Neman, that's some-

thing to think about and it really

c an't be all thought out in the brief

lime under this shower. I'll try to

1 cply to you in one of my columns."

We got out from under the

shower, wiped dry and went back

into tlie hot world wliere tliere

are plenty of problems besides

those which are Jewislr. But I my-

self still had on my head under the

hot sun the Jewish probletu that

Neman put there. How to answer

it? The sun was beating on my
poor, bare head already so heavy

with Neman's problem.

What was tlie answer? Would
there be any Jews left on tlie earth

now if 2000 years ago the Jews o£

Palestine had started out to be Re-

formers like me? . . . Reformers

who weren't in schul every day,

who saw no connection between

vhat they put into their stomachs

and the religion as an outgiving of

the spirit high beyond ritual?

Well, as I pondered on the prob-

lem under the hot sun, I came to

think of the Reform Jew I kno-,v

iiest . . . namely myself. I've been

Reform through most of my adult

life. I was brought up in an Ortho-

dox household and I must confess

from out of there I derived some

of the depth of my Judaism.

I look all over myself as Reform

Jew through 50 or more years dur-

ing which I have been one. Am I

the less Jewish than I would have

been if I had remained deep in Or-

thodoxy and the ritual? Am I on

the way toward ceasing to be Jew,

as may have been suggested by

Neman when he asked me: Would
there be any Jews left in the world

if Reform Judaism had taken hold

of the Jews in Palestine 2000 or

more years ago, before the dispers-

al?

This Reform Jew, Segal, looks at

himself and decides he keeps on
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being fully a Jew, even after 50

years in which he has been of the

Reform group. True, he has de-

parted from much of Jewish ritual

jjractice, he belongs to the Reform

Temple, he thinks of Judaism as a

high way of liinnan behavior in all

the doings of life; it has to do with

neighborly relations, not a matter

of what religion the neighbors

have; it concerns a man's duty out

in the wide world and how he car-

ries himself as a social being, and

in business and in politics as well.

Yes, as this Segal sees it, one can

spiritually be completely the Jew,

even in Reform. He looks around

his own home town and sees Re-

formers who have lasted through

more thati 100 years in their gen-

erations.

He knows them as people who
have lived Jewishly in their Reform

way, as their fathers before them

did. They and their fathers ha\e

brought their Jewish idealism to

many directions of the whole local

tommunity ... to the general phi-

lanthropy, to the doing of scx^ial

justice, to the improvement of the

social order hereabouts, to politics

that local government be kept

clean, to cidtinal contribution.

In these ways oiu- Reform Jews

have beha\ed more than 100 years

in our town, and so, as this Segal

sees it, they ha\e kept deeply Jew-

ish through their four or five gen-

erations in oiu- town. Besides, they

ha\c three temples of which two

ha\c flourished beyond 125 years.

liesidcs Segal himself remaining

authentically Jewish in Reform, his

cj\vn several generations have kept

that way, too. His three sons have

grown up as Jews in Reform and

their children are getting Jewish

education that way.

Only a small percentage of the

total number of the aged need care

jn a home for the aged or a nurs-

who require different kinds of

help, depending on their circum-

stances, with the goal of keeping

the older ^^erson functioning at

his maximum capacity and as

close to his normal way of life as

possible. One of the major prob-

lems confronting our community

and communities all over the

country is the problem of creating

a variety of different services to

meet the many different needs of

(jider people aside from the need

lor care in a home for the aged or

nursing home.

The b.'isic purpose oi: the Day

Resident program is to use the

llome's facilities and services to

help the aged continue living on

their own in their own homes as

iong as possible.

of Savannah, Georgia

HARRY SIMONHOFF

In 1762 Mordecai Sheftall named
his newly born Shcitall Shei-

tall. This was unusual, if not odd,
at a time .vhen Jews preserved in

their children the memory of de-

parted parents or grandparents.

Conformity becomes a habit with
insecure minorities. They ask for

nothing better than to pass in the

crowd unnoticed i<nd unmolested.

And yet Mordecai was formal in

leligion and conventional in so-

ciety. This double use of a pa-

tronymic might indicate assurance

perhaps arising out of social and
material well being. After all, he
was born in Savannah two years

subsequent to the founding of

Georgia by Oglethorpe. His father

r.enjamin stood well enough with

Christians to be one of the five in-

corporators of the Union Society,

an organization for philanthropy

without sectarian bias, unusual in

mid 1 8th century. Possibly econo-

mics might explain this uncotiven-

lional departure in a conventional

age. Mordecai already owned 1000

acres and nine slaves; if not af-

rhient, he was at least a substantial

business man.

Sheftall Sheftall received his

iiusiness training c|uite early. At
15, he was a competent inerchant.

Experience and self reliance came
m handy v.hen his father was ap-

pointed Deputy Commissary Gen-
eral of Issues to the Continental

troops in Georgia and South Caro-

lina. Fifteen year old Sheftall held

do^n the job of Assistant Com-
missary of Issues and became dep-

uty to his father. But he could

not swim, and that negligence cost

him his liberty. For when the Brit-

ish closed in on all sides and at-

tacked Savannah, the patriots

could not hold out. Both Count
Pulaski, the Polish combatant (or

American independence and Ser-

geant Jasper, hero of the Battle of

Ft. Moultrie, fell mortally ^vouird-

ed. Every one who could Cied. Mor-

decai was able to ford Musorove

Creek but would not abandon his

S'm. Consequentlv both v/ere cap-

tured.

Father and son endured a stretch

on a prison ship; then on parole

they served time with other prison-

ers at Sunbury, Georgia. The Brit-

ish withdrew and left all Conti-

nentals to the mercy of their fellow-

Americans loyal to England. Bat

the patriots knew that these l ories

would make short shift of all Reb-

els. They managed to escape.

About to reach Charleston on a

brigantine, the Shef tails were re-

taken by a British frigate and sent

to Antigua, an island in the West
Indies. Again Sheftall and his fa-

ther were put on parole and per-

mitted to sail for Philadelphia. Six

months later when exchanged for

r.nglish prisoners, they ^vere re-

leased of the honorable promise

not to fight for the duration.

Sheftall had already lived through

more adventures than most men
experience in a liftetime. No one
considered him a mere lad of

eighteen. He tried to help his fa-

ther by pestering the bureaucrats

for the money advanced to the

government. Alexander Hamilton,
who was only five years his senior

and Secretary of the Treasury, lis-

tened respectfully but would do
nothing. Of course, the Treasury
was quite empty.

Officialdom evidently felt like

doing something for the matured
boy whose story was more than of

comiuon interest. Hamilton him-

self might have droi^peti ,1 hint.
