"A Change of Conduct—A Change
of Decree'rt

A Rosh Hashonah Message by

RABBI SAMUEL A. FRIEDMAN

R. Isaac taught tis in a Baraitha: "Four things cause an

evil decree which is passed on man to be torn (annulled). They
are charity (Prov. 10:2); prayer (Psalm 97: 19); change of name
(Gen. 17:15); and change of conduct.

The inference that change of conduct averts an evil decree

is found in Jonah 3:10: "Vayar Hoelokim ess maasyhem ki

shovu medarchom horoho" "and God saw their (people ol

Nineveh) works; that they had turned from their evil ways,"

and immediately follows, "and God bethought Himself of the

evil He had said He would do unto them and He did it not . .

."

We are soon approaching the solemn holy day of Rosh
Hashonah — New Year. This day was the beginning of God's

work, a "zikoron l'yom rishon," a "memorial of the first day"

—

"it is a statute for Israel, an ordinance of the God of Jacob."

Sentence is pronounced upon countries — which of them is

destined to the sword, and which to peace, to famine or to plen-

ty, and every creature is visited also and recorded, "lachayim

v'lamovess — for life or for death."

Man's deeds and destiny, his works and ways, the thoughts

and designs of man and even the workings of his imagination
— all these come before God.

Most of Jewry enter houses of worship on Rosh Hashonah,
for many, possibly the first time after a year's absence from
religious services — eliciting the familiar sardonic pun, "wel-

come to the annual convention!" For many the spirit of Rosh
Hashonah has already begun a month before, with the first of

Elul, with soul-searching inventory of deeds. The contrite

Jew changes his conduct. Has he perforce been delinquent in

his Sinaic way of life? Has he reached his goal of another year

of fulfillment in deeds, in study, in uplifting of mind and heart

towards permanency of man's eternal "derech hayoshor?"

"Vita brevis" — life is brief. Our good intentions, our
commitments are specious, if not implemented by a "shenui

maaseh" — change of conduct.

It is in place here to enfold the Chasidic tale of the opu-
lent man who gave little of himself to works of charity. When
his time came, he found himself meandering through the paths

of the heavenly abode. On the way he witnessed happy, con-

tented souls seemingly enjoying their ethereal position. Attract-

ed by such a delightful scene, he evinced desire to remain with
this group and asked permission from the archangel to enter.

"You may, if you have the tickets of admission," was the

answer.

"And what is the price of admission? I am wealthy. I can

buy all the tickets I need to enter."

"Oh, no; the tickets of admission here are good deeds of

charity, not money."

"Well, then, let me go down on earth and I will pass out

charity to poor people, so I can obtain the tickets of admission

to this place."

"My friend," saith the archangel, "it is too late!"

Seek ye the Lord while He may be found (Isaiah 55:6),

We are given the Ten Days of Penitence, from Rosh Hashonah

to Yom Kippur, to change our conduct. We look back upon the

year in retrospect. Have we overlooked the chance for some

good? Have our standards been an elevation—not a descent,

Has our relationship with family, neighbors, associates, friends,

been kind? Have we sought the good of mankind or self-ag-

grandizement? Have we worked diligently in our jobs or en-

terprises to uplift man or gain pecuniary emoluments? Has
a kind word been spoken in place or have we spilled innocent

blood? Have we cast aspersion against our government, our

state, our city, our community, or have we by voice and action

enhanced those about us?

On Rosh Hashonah all the inhabitants of the world pass

before God — "kivnay moron." In Babylonia it is translated

"like sheep." But Resh Lekish said, "the meaning is 'as the

steps of the Temple' (i. e., narrow), so that the people ascend-

ed them one by one." Commented Rabba b. b. chana. "they are

all reviewed with one glance."

God sees all our hearts and understands all our works. We
who are not of the perfectly righteous or grossly wicked, but o£

the intermediate class, can on Rosh Hashonah perform a
"shenui maaseh"—a change of conduct from dross to clarity,

from necrosis of spiritual attainments to a renascence of holy
living — compatible with state, faith and entity.

Thus refreshed by our determination for a "shenui maa-
seh," a change of conduct, may we after the Rosh Hashonah
service partake of the apple and honey and say, "May it be
Thy will, O Lord, our God and God of our fathers, to renew
unto us a happy and pleasant year."

faculty at the 11th annual B'nai B'rith Institute of Judaism,
held at Wildacres August 3-7, spent a considerable portion of

one of his lectures on enumerating a long and impressive list of

One of the students was a young woman who had been born a
Catholic and had voluntarily embraced Judaism. And Dick
Blumenthal had received a letter from a Christian in Roanoke
Rapids who asked for information on the procedure to be fol-

lowed to become a Jew.

Recklessness or Responsibility?

In recent months a number of Southern Jews have openly remonstrated
with national Jewish agencies for their vigorous espousal of efforts to end
racial inequality in the South. In this article, Isaac Toubin, national exe-
cutive director of the American Jewish Congress, outlines the philosophy
which has dictated the position of tne organization. The article appeared
in the March 17, 1958 issue of Congress Weekly, the publicaton of the
American Jewish Congress, ana we are reprinting it in the hope that it

>nay contribute to that "earnest discussion" between American Jews in the
North and the South proposed by the author. In Publishing this article, we
call attention to our policy, expressed in our "mast-head," The views express-
ed by contributors are not necessarily those of the publishers, but may be
published in the interest of freedom of the press.

The continuing civil rights snug-

gle in America is not only a moral

crisis for all Americans, it may

well become a major crisis lor the

Jewish community itself. This pos-

sibility arises from the Tact that

Southern Jews charge that their

welfare is being theateneil in the

pro-civil rights activities of nation-

al Jewish agencies and their lead-

ers. Although the number ot South-

ern Jews involved is small, poten-

tial hostility between them and the

majority of the Jewish community

is a matter of concern to ail of us.

It would be a disaster lor the

Jewish community in America if

the ominous threat voiced by a

Southern Jew were to be fulfilled,

namely: "If I have to choose bet-

ween disassociating myself from my
fellow-Jews in the North or from

my fellow-Jews." The first steps

of such disassociation have already

been taken in isolated but signi-

ficant instances. There have been

membership defections from some

agencies, threats to withhold al-

locations, and to withdraw from

synagogue affiliations.

There is little that one can say

to the Southern Jews who share

the rabid prejudices of white sup-

remacists. Fortunately they are few

in number. Indeed, almost all re-

presentative Southern Jews priv-

ately concede that the aspirations

of the Negro to equal treatment

under the law are legitimate and

should be granted quicklv or grad-

ually. But they insist that Jews

who espouse and defend the cause

of civil rights jeopardize the sec-

urity of isolated Jewish communi-

ties in the South, threaten their

social integration and economic

jx>sition and, ultimately, even their

physical safety. Their criticism is

directed particularly against nat-

ional Jewish agencies which have

been outspoken in their champion-

ing of integration, of the right of

the NAACP to organize, and of

the extension of full civil rights

to the Negroes of America. Some
Southern leaders have accused nat-

ional Jewish agencies of a reckless

disregard for the welfare of South-

ern Jews. Some have sarcastically

chided Jewish agencies which

speak out of the safety of the

North. In brief, they agree that

national Jewish agencies should be

"silent", cease to identify the Jews

with any position, and cease to

expose Southern Jews to retalia-

tion by racist groups.

It is fair to ask whether the

policy of national Jewish agencies

is indeed a reckless or constructive

policy, whether silence is synony-

mous with neutrality, whether

neutrality is a desirable or realistic

policy, and whether temporary, let

alone permanent, security for the

Jewish community in the South

can be achieved by the expedience

of silence. And, whatever the temp-

tation, the answers should be

sought in temperate consideration,

free of demagoguery on either side

and with a deep and sensitive

awareness of the problems con-

fronting Southern Jews. What
would some of us say, in part, to

our Southern friends?

The American Jewish Congress

and other national Jewish agencies

have given these questions long

and objective consideration. While

no evidence has yet been submitted

that there has in fact been retalia-

tion against the Jewish community

as a result of the statements ol

national organizations, we recog-

nize that "fear of fear" is a decisive

influence on Southern Jewish

thinking. We contend that if the

Southern Jews submit to this fear

and try to extend it to their North-

ern Jewish neighbors, they will

achieve precisely what the White

Citizens Councils and the Ku Klux

Klan conspire to do. Far from be-

ing neutral, such a program would

strengthen the hands of the white

supremacists by removing any el-

ective opposition. But what should

be even more meaningful to our

Southern brothers is the dernonst-

ration that their hope to escape the

consequences of prejudice is an il-

lusory one. Indeed, their fear ol

reprisal itself reveals that they

understand the mind and the in-

tent of the hate-monger who today-

suppresses the Negro and tom-

orrow, with equal venom, may

suppress the Jew. Silence is then a

form of yielding to the White

Citizens Councils which gains the

Jews ignominy, not security.

The request for silence made by

some Southern Jews is based on the

assumption that the problem of

civil rights in America is only a

Southern problem and that there-

fore it is the Jews in the South

who alone are in jeopard). 1 he

national Jewish agencies believe

that the civil rights crisis is a nat-

ional problem, even an internat-

ional one, and that from the Jew-

ish point of view all Jews, North

and South, as well as Jews in other

lands, also have a stake in its

solution. Thus, for example, the

Arab League and other anti-Sem-

itic propagandists in South Amer-

ica, in an effort to incite nonwhites

against Jews, have published vic-

ious attacks upon the Jewish com-

munity of the United States as

responsible for the exploitation of

the Negro. Such an attack, having

implications for America as a

whole, jeopardized the sense of

security of Argentinian Jewry to

the point where that community

officially and urgently requested

proof from American Jewish agenc-

ies that Jews had championed the

cause of the colored people in the

United States. If the Jews of the

United States had done nothing,

what would we have been able to

reply? Is anyone prepared to say

that the security of these jews is

less precious than the security of

any other Jews?

Northern Jews living in com-

munities which contain 95% of the

Jewish community of this country

also have relationships to maintain.

Even if they were so crass as to

act out of expedient considerations

alone, should they be asked to

jeopardize their liberal associa-

tions, their status in the commun-
ity, by abdicating their position of

responsibility? But, it may be

argued, who is physically threaten-

ing the Jew in the North; and who
would attack him physically and

economically if he abstained from

taking any public position on civil

rights questions?

The answer to that is that the

status of the Jew in the North

would be demeaned and he would

rightfully be regarded as a social

parasite who could no longer

count on the assistance of the rest

of the community when he would

call upon it in time of his own
need. It should be recognized that

Legislator of North Carolina

Amerkan Notables

North Carolina is justly proud

of its Mecklenburg Declaration,

which proclaimed a free common-

wealth a year before the adoption

of the far more famous document

in Philadelphia on July 4, 1770.

Civil and religious liberties were

assured for all residents in the state

by its new Constitution.

Such a modernism was consider-

ed quite a concession to the new

spirit; for since 1701 the estab-

lished church had ruled out such

privileges except to its own Episco-

palians. Certain Protestant dis

senters, after much determined el

fort, secured toleration for them-

selves, but agreed with the church

in power to exclude Catholics and

fews. Thus Article 32 in the new

Constitution simply preserved the

status quo when it provided that

no person, who denies God. or the

Protestant faith, or the divine

authority of the Old and New
Testament could hold an office of

trust or profit. Thus Catholics,

]ews, Deists, Unitarians, Quakers,

or Atheists could hold no public

office in North Carolina.

This religious disability is no

indication that North Carolna Avas

steeped in prejudice and bigotry.

Far from it. A tolerant, enlighten-

ed minority swayed public opin-

ion to the extent that Article 32,

though embedded in the Con-

stitution, was regarded a dead

ietter. Members of dissenting de-

nominations could be elected or

appointed to public positions of

honor or trust. In fact, a Catho-

lic had already attained high dis-

tinction in politics and on the

judiciary. William Gaston, prob-

ably the ablest personality in the

state, gave his name to a county

that became rich in textile mills.

In 1808, Jacob Henry represent-

ed Carteret County in the state

legislature. The following year he

was reelected, indicating that anti-

Jewish feeling was not present

among the voters But the chain

of tolerance snapped at its weakest

'ink. No one had ever questioned

die legality of Judge William Gas

ton serving on the Circuit Court

or sitting in the Assembly, of which

in 1809 he was a member. Putt a

legislator did challenge the right

of the Jewish Representative hold

ing his seat in spite of Article 32

of the State Constitution.

Jacob Henry rose to his own de-

fense and delivered a short ora-

tion that for a time stood out as a

masterpiece of eloquent diction,

integrating constitutional rights

and legal reasoning with a plea

for tolerance. This speech was

printed in many edition 1

; of the

American Orator, an early text-

book for students in rhetoric, pa-

triotism, public duties, and private

ethics. It closes with:

"The religion I profess incul-

cates every duty which man owes

to his fellow men: it enjoins upon

its votaries the practice of even

virtue, and the detestation of

every vice, it teaches them to hope

for the favor of heaven exactly in

proportion as their lives have been

directed by just, honorable, ami

beneficent maxims. This, then,

gentlemen, is my creed, it was

impressed upon my infant mind:

it has been the director of my
youth, the monitor of my man-

hood, and will, I trust, be the con-

solation of my old age. At any

rate, Mr. Speaker, I am sure that

you cannot see anything in this

religion to deprive me of my seat

in this House. So far as relates to

my life and conduct, the examina-

tion of these I submit with cheer-

fulness to your candid and liberal

construction. What mav be the

religion of those who made this

objection against me, or whether

they have any religion or not, I

am unable to say. I have never

considered it my duty to pry into

die beliel of other members of

this House. If their action- are

upright and conduct just, the rest

i< for their own consideration, not

lor mine. I do not seek to make
converts to my faith, whatever ii

may be esteemed in the eyes of my
officious friend, nor do I exclude

anyone from my esteem of friend

ship because he and I differ in

that respect. The same charity,

therefore, it is not unreasonable

to expect, will be extended to my
self, because in all things that re-

late to the State and to the duties

of civil life, I am bound by the

obligations with my fellow citizens,

nor does any man subscribe more

sincerelv than myself to the max-

im, 'whatever ye would that men
should do unto you, do ye even so

unto them, for such is the Law and

the Prophets.'
"

The speech impressed the Gen-

eral Assembly. It was reproduced

in the newspapers of other states.

Liberal forces in the nation con-

demned the sectarian spirit thai

insisted on a religious test for pub-

lic office as a throwback to the

fanaticism of an outmoded past.

The Jewish delegate was nol

unpopular in the House, he even

had friends among the top leaders

of the state. But an issue that stirs

up religious emotions is seldom

settled through appeals to senti-

ment. Besides, there were few Jews

living in North Carolina, and ex

pelling a Jewish legislator would

hardly cause a ripple in the Prot-

estant constituencies of the various

counties.

Yet certain powerful forces lined

up behind Jacob Henry. Some were

liberals of the civilized minority

HARRY SIMONHOFF

who resented the blot upon the

fair escutcheon of their state

Others consisted of such groups

as Quakers, Deists, Unitarians, who
might be legally, if not actually,

disqualified for public office. But

the Catholic element knew that

the constitutional arguments used

to oust facob Henry could be

used against them with telling

political effect.

The two most prominent figures

in the state's public life were, per-

haps, William Gaston and his

brother-in-law Judge John Louis

Taylor, highly regarded as a jurist

and Grand Master in Freemasonry.

Both sensed the latent dangers to

free government in the dismissal

of Jacob Henry for religious rea-

sons. Too adroit politically to reh

on appeals to reasons or tolerance,

they, as skilful lawyers, employed

legalistic arguments as a basis for

future interpretation in the event

of a constitutional test in the State

or Federal Supreme Court.

The exact language in Article

32, they held, limited the denial

of pubic office only in the Civil

Department within the State. The

General Assembly is no Civil De-

partment but stands above anv

department in the State. Further-

more neither Catholics nor Jews

actually deny the truth of the Prot-

estant faith. They may have

doubts; but denial is a public overt

act, something more positive and

articulate dian secret opinion or

mental reservation. These argu-

ments coming horn eminent jurists

convinced the legislators. Jacob

llenrv was permitted to retain his

seat.

Rosh Hashonah At The Morris Street Shut

That New Year's Day, that Yiz-

kor, was one the Morris Street Shul

would long remember. For while

other mourners for other departed

recited the Kaddish during the me-

morial service that New Yeai's Day
the one who was remembered most

keenly was the founder of the shul,

its moving spirit, who had died the

preceding springtime, Reb Meir.

On that day, all seven of Reb
Meir's sons were present. For years

the Congregation was accustomed

to seeing, during the High Holy
Days, two or three of Red Meir's

sons respectfully joining their fath-

er in his pew up front facing the

ark. But this time, all seven of the

sons were there. Up above, in the

women's gallery, the sole surviving

daughter of Reb Meir occupied the

seat her mother had held so many
years. The daughter's pride was not

lost on the congregation as she was

observed looking down toward the

pew where her brothers had gath-

ered. No one had issued a call for

the pilgrimage. But they were all

there — the believer and the atheist,

the agnostic and the one who had

long since transferred his affiliation

to the Reform Temple. Those of

the sons who had sons brought

their sons, and some of the grand-

sons had brought sons too young

to understand. The issue of Reb
Meir was present in full strength.

In strength the sons recited the

Kaddish, together, in multi-colored

single voice. In chorus the single,

seven-branched voice, like a can-

delabra wired for sound, spoke to

(he congregation, saying: "Reb
Meir lives," and when the congre-

gation responded, it said, "Amen"
not merely to the formal words of

the prayer «lone. To the fact that,

here, indeed, Reb Meir lived, the

congregation echoed: "Amen."

Meir was a child of the enlight-

enment that had penetrated the

Ukranian Ghetto where he had

been born and where he had grown.

Many of his generation had cast

aside many of the Ghetto's bur-

dens, burdens they had considered

impedimenta on the road toward

modernity. Not Meir; he had found

a balance.

To him the sacred and the secu-

lar could be one. In one span he

could encompass tradition and the

striving toward the new. Side by

side he could house Talmudical
tractates and the forbidden tracta-

tus of Spinoza. Together he could

embrace Hassidism and Zionism.

Contraband Revolutionary litera-

ture and Nachman Bialik shared

space on his leading table. He
showed no fervor lor Karl Marx
but read him, as he read also Max
Nordau, and as lie laced the Kaba-
lah with Sholem Aleichem, the

Wisdom of the Fathers with the

latest polemics from the illegal

presses of the Bund.

That was the spirit he had
brought to the Shul which, with a

smile, he called his "temple.' Not
all in the synagogue understood,

but all felt that spirit.

His God was an intimate God,
always understanding. His God was
a personal God approached in the

"I-Thou" spirit which had not yet

been articulated and formalized in-

to a philosophy.

The membership of his shul

dwindled, as many of his genera-

tion went on to join their fathers.

But even the younger men felt the

influence of the founder, Reb Meir.

Formally, some of the second gen-

eration, or of the third, joined the

Reform Temple, or the Conserva-

tive, or buried ostrich heads among
the gin-soaked dunes of the countrv

club. But on high holy days, they

were back at the little shul on Mor-
ris Street, at the "Temple" built by

Reb Meir.

And here, on this day, his issue

had come, without summons, ex-

cept from the spirit of Reb Meir
which permeated that family even

more directly than it had the syna-

gogue's.

He had died in the fullness of

his years. "Enough," he had said,

"enough."

What more could he have given?

Love of man intertwined with love

of God—the latter was false to him
without the former. Tolerance and

understanding—if God can tolerate

stupidity, should man do less?

To Israel

400

strong, were given the glorious op-

portunity to visit Israel in a man-

ner that could not be duplicated

had they paid twice the amount

stipulated lor the trip. 3(30 sailed

on the S S Jerusalem, a new liner,

used for the first time, a luxurious

ship which was manned with Is-

raeli officers and sailors and a

chef that out-did himself. Under

the supervision of people like Dr.

Miriam Freund, national presi-

dent of Hadassah. Mrs. Rebecca

Shulman, national past president

of Hadassah, and "Mother of the

Pilgrimage.*' and many other wo-

men of the same calibre, a plan

was worked out so that none

should have a spare moment for

'Mal-de-mer" or any other ailment.

This plan entailed plays, lectures,

skits, card games, movies, swim-

ming, et cetera. This group made

two stops, one in Palma De Mal-

lorca, the other in Naples, where

they were introduced to the cul-

ture and civilization of those lands.

I traveled via El Al Israel Air-

lines with the remaining 39 which

were to make the total 400 meet-

ing in Tel Aviv. We had a wonder-

ful flisrht cruising at 360 to 400

miles per hour at an altitude of

22,300 ft. We stopped in London

for lunch and in Paris for an after-

noon cocktail. We caught glimpses

of the snow-capped Alps and ar-

rived in Tel Aviv some hours

later. Actual flying time was 17 1/2

hours. We were met by a reception

committee and transferred to our

hotel, The Accadia.. on the Med-

iterranean Sea.

The S. S. Jerusalem dorked at

Haifa Port Monday, June 2nd, the

same morning we arrived by plane,

and after a most wonderful wel-

come, including dozens of ships

coming out to greet them with all

the fanfare that a foreign diplomat

receives when he reaches our

shores, the Mayor of Haifa greet-

ed them warmly, offered them the

key to his city as wrell as a red

carpet spread from "Dan to Ber-

sheeba." They proceeded to drive

in buses along the coastal road to

Neurim (Rural vocational educa-

tion centre) and thence thru the

Sharon Valley to Her?lia (Tel

Aviv) Accadia Hotel, where we

were awaiting them. This hotel,

incidentally, is comparable to any

of the newer hotels in Miami

Beach, Fla. We relaxed in the sun,

swam in the Mediterranean Sea,

got acquainted with one another,

and then went to a beautiful re-

ception given by the mayor of

Tel Aviv. Here entertainmnt was

furnished by a group of high school

boys and girls who danced and sang

to their native music. Let me add

_ mi
at this point that this was the only

day of relaxation other than the

Sabbaths, that we had during the

whole stay in Israel. From then on

we were on schedule.

I would like to explain how
Hadassah planned for 400 women
to see Israel and undergo very

few inconveniences. The entire

party was divided into five groups:

A, B, C, D and E. Each group

consisted of 80 participants and

traveled in two motor coaches.

There was a guide-interpreter and

a Hadassah courtesy captain on

each motor coach. (Our Courtesv

Captain was a national board mem-
ber). This arrangement was to al-

low participants to travel comfort-

ably and get the most enjoyment

from the sightseeing program. The
tour program was identical for each

group, the only variation being that

the places were visited at different

times. This was done throughout

the country with the exception of

Jerusalem, where all the groups

came together for the remainder of

the tour. All the participants took

part in the many official functions

;md receptions at the same time.

I would also like to give a brief

explanation, of the borders that

surrounded the terrain we covered:

Miss Cohen, the elderly social

worker, was tired. She had been

working hard all afternoon, going

through the histories of a half-

dozen difficult cases at the Pardess

Hannah sheltered workshop oper-

ated by MALBEN, the Joint Dis-

tribution Committees "hard-core"

program in Israel, financed by

funds from the United Jewish Ap-

peal. Miss Cohen had been racking

her brains for new approaches to

these cases.

Most of the immigrants who
came to the sheltered workshop

made rapid progress. They learned

new skills and overcame their han-

dicaps. They learned to live in new

ways — they learned to see without

eyes, to work without hands — to

use their fingers when their backs

were weak — to use their minds

when their bodies were crippled

and stunted and diseased. Eventu-

ally they learned that to create is to

live and they all regained their de-

sire to live.

That is, all but the "difficult"

ones. And of the six current "dif-

ficulties" the one which bothered

her most was that of Yezekiel. the

hero.

His trouble was fear - - cold, shiv-

ering fear. A paradox? Miss Cohen
had come across many such para-

doxes during the course of her ca-

reer — people full of love who were

afraid to love — men and women of

courage who were afraid of only

one thing — life, whereas to chal-

lenge death meant nothing at all

to them.

Yezekiel, as a boy of 12, had sur-

vived Bergen-Belsen. And in Buda-
pest he had been a student when
the revolution came in the fall of

1956. Yezekiel had fought in the

streets against the Russians.

He had survived unscratched.

Then when the Russians came back

to Budapest to destroy the Revolu-

tion, Yezekiel had fled to the bor-

der. And at nightfall, crossing into

Austria, together with other refu-

gees, a man and wife and two chil-

dren, a patrol had spotted them in

the gloom, a soldier had hurled a

grenade at them, and Yezekiel had

leaped on it, grabbed it and begun

to throw it away, when it exploded,

taking away his right arm up to the

elbow, his right eye, his right ear,

part of his right thigh bone and

half a lung.

After many months in an Aus-

trian hospital Yezekiel had reached

Israel — at twenty-five a wreck of

a man. In Israel MALBEN fitted

him with prosethetic devices for his

arm and his leg. They gave him a

patch for his empty eye-socket and

then sent him to the sheltered

workshop.

But somewhere along the road he-

had lost his courage and the will

to live.

Miss Cohen thought about Yeze-

kiel. What could she do for such a

man? Yell at him? Argue? What
good would it do? In the last two

months she had already interview-

ed him a dozen times. Wearily she

awaited the 4:30 appointment she

had made for Interview Number

At 4:30 on the dot there came a

knock on the door, and Yezekiel

came in. Without a word he limped

over to the shady side of the room
and sat in one of the straight-back-

ed chairs against the wall. Here his

face was in the shadow, the stump
of his ear and scarred cheek and
eyepatch but dimly visible.

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Why I Study Hebrew

The following is from an address delivered by the author last May at

the annual dinner of HADAOR, weekly Hebrew publication in the United
States. Mr. Schary, who needs no introduction, opened his address with a
prefatory statement in Hebrew. —The Editor

Since the very nature o£ my
talk tonight has to be somewhat

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Strange Signs Of Jews

In An Obsecure Continent
L. J. Margulies

There was a time when history

was regarded as a straight line

beginning in the infinite past and
progressing to the infinite future.

Lately, this view has been forsaken

in some quarters. The straight line

is now seen as a cyclic curve, re-

peating itself in odd formulations

on the general time-graph. Speng
lei and Toynbee, neither of them
particularly enamoured of the

Judaic "destiny," are of course the

iwo most popular exponents in our
lime of the circular theory of his-

<ory. But their animosity, it seems,

stems from the guilt of the plagiar-

ist. The round view of time is,

after all, a particularly Judaic one.
It was established when Adam
reduced the thousand years of his

proclaimed life-duration to 930 so
that a future king, David, might
live at least to seventy.

There is a question as to whether
King David was aware of this gift

or not, or at least to what extent

the Psalmist recognized his very

life as having its roots in Primord-
ial Man. Equally questionable and
equally curious is a very contempo-
rary example of this criss-crossing

of historic thread. Its locale this

lime is the West roast of Africa,

particularly the new state of

Ghana, and even more particular

Iv, the Ashanti people that are its

occupants.

Israel's diplomatic alliances with

that part of the world are now
reaching quite substantial propor-

tions, what with Israeli scientific

and agricultural experts assisting

in the development of Ghana's ec-

onomic programs, and Israeli cap-

ital backing the Ghana national

shipping lines that state soon in-

tends to put afloat. Israel's friend-

ship with Ghana is no less unique

than is her friendship with theo-

cratic Burma. Is the friendship an

accident? Can one account for it

only on the basis that both Ghana
and Israel are "new" states'- Or,

are there subterranean threads

from those round looms of time

that are in operation here?

It has been known to anthro-

pologists for some time that the

A'hanti people on the West
African coast possess a culture

strangelv speckled with Hebrew
isms.

"Somewhere in the dim past, a

wave, or more probablv a series

of waves, of Hebraic influence

swept over Negro Africa, leaving

unmistakable traces among the

various tribes, where they have
endured even to the present day.

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Are We Losing Our Infelligensia!

Is there a revival of Judaism in

the United States, or are American

Jews heading for complete assimi-

lation? There is a continual de-

bate on this issue in the American
Jewish press and American Jewish
leaders are expressing varied opin-

ions, some on the optimistic, others

on the pessimistic side. The opti-

mists note the great increase in

synagogue membership in recent

years and the much largei per-

centage of Jewish children who are

getting some kind of a Jewish edu-

cation. The pessimists, on the other

hand, note the big rise in inter-

marriages among the American-
reared Jewish generation, the aban-

donment of many Jewish religious

customs that were formerly observ-

ed, poor synagogue attendance out-

side the High Holidays, adult Jew-
ish illiteracy, and so on.

Those who argue that mere af-

filiation with a synagogue or some
other Jewish group is a hopeful

sign, even if it doesn't affect the in-

dividual's life as deeply as we
would like it to be affected, are, I

believe, correct, since the very act

of identification with the Jewish
group is meaningful and can in

time lead to a stronger spiritual

identification, while non-affiliation

offers no such possibility. But the

question here is: Is the percentage

of affiliation, of identification of

American Jews with the Jewish

community today, really as large as

our optimistically-minded make it

out to be?

The most recent issue of the

American Jewish Year Book claims

that sixty per cent of American
Jews are directly affiliated with
synagogues, while eighty per cent

can be considered as indirectly af-

filiated, since they get married and
buried by a rabbi. But along comes
Mr.

J. I. Fishbein, editor of the

Chicago Jewish Sentinel, to refute

this statement as entirely over-opti-

mistic. In a recent issue of his masj-

azine Mr. Fishbein declared that as

far as Chicago, the third largest

Jewish community in the United
States, is concerned, he would be-

very glad to settle for a forty per

cent affiliation on the part of indi-

vidual Jews with the organized

Jewish communitv there. And Mr.
Fishbein, it cannot be denied,

knows his community very well,

having lived there and run a Jewish

paper for many years.

It is true that the rush of Jews
to the suburbs has greatly increased

synagogue affiliation, and with it

Jewish religious education, during

the past decade. But it may also be
true that the movement of the

Jews to the suburban areas has

been greatly exaggerated. As far as

the New York area is concerned,

the current American Jewish Year
Book gives the 1956 Jewish popu-

lation of the city proper at a little

over two million. The Jewish pop-

ulation of the New York suburbs

is not given. A very liberal estimate

of that suburban Jewish popula-

tion would be half a million, in-

cluding some cities of considerable

size in nearby New Jersey, in West-

chester County and in Long Island.

Thus it can be seen that at least

lour times as many Jews are still

living in New York City proper as

are living in the suburbs. The same

figure probably holds true for such

large cities as Chicago, Los An-

geles, Boston, Philadelphia, De-

troit, Cleveland, and others where

the majority of American Jews are

to be found. In these big and medi-

um-sized American cities there is

more often a movement by Jews to

the outskirts of town. (Boston is a

seeming exception in this regard,

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Music In The Beth Hamikdash
By William Tuckman

(Mr. Tuckman lectures in the

Adults Education Division of

Brooklyn College and is the au-

thor of "Traditional Music of Is-

rael.")

From the various accounts given

regarding the ancient service., we
learn that music played a signifi-

cant and important role in the

Temple built by King Solomon.

The high honor of providing

the music in the Beth Hamikdash
was entrusled to the Levites. We
are told that from the thirty thou-

sand Levites who were available,

King David chose the imposing

number of four thousand for the

musical service. The Levites were

the singers and the instrumental-

ists, and were the teachers as well.

Each portion of the Holy Scrip-

tures had its own special melody,

which consisted either of two mo-
tifs (musical themes) or three or

four sung alternately. Each motif

was given a descripitve name in

order to enable the singer or

player to intone the right mode
immediately, when the name was

indicated.

Melodies' Origin

The origin of the motifs and

melodies which were used has not

been definitely established. How-
ever, it is highly probable that all

or most of the Temple melodies

were folk songs, and it is also pos-

sible that some of them may even

have been of foreign origin

It was the duty of the Levites to

modify the folk melodic and to

sanctify them for Temple service.

In turn, the Temple melodies

exerted their influence upon the

representatives of the districts and

settlements participating in the

services. These melodies filtered

back home to be learned by the

people.

We are also told in a Taimudic

tractate that the Levites sang a

different psalm on each of the six

days of the week and on the Sab-

bath (Tamid 7:3-4).

The choir consisted of a mini-

mum of twelve adult singers, and

could be enlarged if necessary. In

o'der to be admitted into the

choir, an applicant had to have

five years of training. He had to

be thirty years of age and was re-

quired to serve until he was fifty

years at which age, the decline of

the voice began.

Vocal Music Stressed

The number of choir singers

was at all times equal to the num-

ber of instrumentalists. After the

Babylonian exile the trend toward

vocal music became more pro-

nounced. The priests showed their

dislike for instrumental music by

allowing non-Levites to play the

instruments, while only Levites

were permitted to sing in the

Temple.

The Choir was placed on the

estrade, which is a raised platform,

or dais. The young sons of the

Levites were permitted to join the

choir in order "to add sweetness

to the sound,'* but were assigned

a place outside of the estrade.

String and Winds Instruments

The orchestra of the First Tem-
ple consisted of stringed and wind

instruments. These included the

Kinnor which was a stringed in-

strument in the form of a small

lyre or harp, and considered to he

sacred. The Semitic form of this

instrument was the square, and it

had no resonant body. The tone

of the Kinnor is describf-d in the

Bible as "sweet, tender, soft . . .

iyrical." According to Josephus it

had ten strings, and was played

with the plectrum—a small piece

of wood, metal or ivory, used for

plucking the strings of a lyre. It

is reported, however, that King

David plaved the Kinnor with his

liand—which means the fingers.

Another stringed instrument

was the Nevel, which was shaped

like a large harp, and also consid-

ered to be sacred. The tone of the

Nevel was naturally stronger than

that of the Kinnor because the

instrument itself was larger, espe

nally after it had received a res-

onant body. According to Jose

phus, the Nevel had twelve strings

and was played with the lingers.

Among the wind instruments was

the Shofar which was made of a

ram's horn, and served partly for

signaling purposes. It is impossi-

ble to produce any melody on

diis instrument. The Bible uses

the terms Tekia or blowing, mean-

ing long tones, and Tenia, or

shouting, meaning short tones, in

>taccato or tremolo form It does

not use nagen, meaning to pio-

duce musical tones. The Shofar

After Anne Frank

Amsterdam

The Jewish visitor to Amster-

dam—and not the Jew alone by

any means—is drawn inevitably to

the house on Prinsengracht that

is better known as the street of

Anne Frank.

Like many European cities the

heart of Amsterdam has practi-

cally been rebuilt. But Prinsen-

gracht shows no sign of recent

change. Cars and trucks move in

a constant flow of busy traffic past

die warehouse in whose attic the

Frank family hid for two years.

This undistinguished structure

has been made a museum. It is in-

cluded on the guided tours and

is listed in the tourist brochures

among the places to see. Vet, there

is not much here that is tangible.

The first three floors are closed

off. The attic hideout is plain and

almost empty. Yet people come

great distances to stand and look.

One sees here with an inner eye.

The viewer stands before his own
memory and anguish at the Jew-

ish tragedy that this slip of a girl

has come to symbolize for so

many.

Rut what of todav's Anne
Franks—the teen-age Jewish girls

of Amsterdam of the generation

that followed the devastation?

I was advised to visit the ORT
school, situated in the old Jewish

cjuarter. This is the only technical

high school for Jewish girls in

Holland. The school is located

near the center of the city, in an

urea that has been a Jewish settle-

ment for at least three centuries.

The city of Amsterdam not long

ago carried through a thorough

remodeling job, imide and out, to

most modern educational plants

On every side are signs and
symbols of the past of this commu-
nity. Across the street stands the

famous Portuguese synagogue.

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Inside the school however there

is an air of newness and pre-occu-

pation with tasks of the present.

This is only in part attributable

to the complicated laboratory

equipment, the sleek rows of type-

writers in a commercial instruc-

tion room, or the drawings that

line almost every wall with

sketches of the "chemise look" and
other latest fashion silhouettes.

But the girls

must work hard during the three

years at the school. The world of

the salon is the meeting place for

art, technical competence, taste

and responsiveness to cultural

trends. The course of study pro-

vided at the school has to take

these requirements into account.

There is, of course, the practi-

cal side — drawing, modeling, the

composition of fabrics. There
seems to be as much technology as

art involved in creating women's
styles. Because high fashion recog-

nizes no national borders, the girls

spend much time on languages.

They seem amazingly facile. Grad-

uates are expected to be proficient

in English French, Hebrew and
often German. There are likewise

history. literature, geography,

sciences, all the academic courses

common to the secondary level.

The anatomy classroom features a

human skeleton loaned by the

Jewish hospital.

What is most impressive, how-
ever, is the Jewish education and
the Jewish oess that permeates al!

the studies and extra-curricular

activities. Technical and aspects

are made to dovetail and supple-

ment each other. At Purim, the

students put on a fashion show in

exotic "Persian" style. A number
of the girls come from provincial

towns, where contact with Jewish-

ness is occasional at bes !
. Some of

them achieve their first true identi-

fication here at the ORT school.

The school, like all other ORT
training activities, is community-

supported. There is widespread

feeling that much of the hope for

community survival depends on

assuring an adequate lewish edu-

cation for the youth.

This question of lewish survival

enters every conversation. Yet the

threat does not arise from hostil-

ity. Quite the contrary. There is

probably no place on earth where

a warmer climate of acceptance

exists for Jews than in Holland.

And this is part of the difficulty.

The community has been deci-

mated-from 140.000 in 1939 to

some 26,000 at present.

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Wandering Jew On The Bowery
By Bsarfon Conner

11 the expression "homeless Jew"

or "Jewish hobo" seems to be a con-

tradiction in terms, it isn't so in

reality. There are some Jewish ho-

boes and, say the experts on home-

less men, there always have been

some.

The idea ol a Jew seperated from

home and tamily, a bum wander-

ing on the Bowery, begging lor a

handout lor a tasteless meal and a

flop-house bed, is a startling

thought. The jew is the prototype

of the tamiiy man. How could

even one Jew, let alone a substan-

tial number, ever become separated

from the web of family relation-

ships which has always been the

matrix of Jewish continuity? What

sort of Jews are these? How did

they become such total outcasts

from Jewish society?

That the homeless Jew exists is

a fact. But, says Dr. Boris M. Lev-

inson, director of the Psychological

Center of Yeshiva University of

New York, the homeless Jew has

been so little of a social problem

that very few students have bother-

ed to study about him and report

about him. Dr. Levinson became

interested in the homeless Jew
when he made a study of the intel-

ligence and personality patterns of

native born homeless white men in

1955. During that investigation, he

met a few Jews and studied them

separately.

He began by checking the re-

search literature on the subject and

found there was very little infor-

mation. He did learn that Jews are

a very small proportion of the

homeless male population and that

the experts distinguish between

transient Jews and homeless Jews.

A study made in 1926 revealed

that more than 20 per cent of the

Jewish homeless men taken care of

by the Jewish .Social Service Asso-

ciation in New York City were

diagnosed as either mentally ill 01

as suspected of being so. More than

lor of The Jewish Theological Semi-
nary of America, has been named
president of the University of Juda-
ism, West Coast branch of the Semi-
nary, it was announced by Dr. Louis
Finkelstein, Seminary chancellor.
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half were considered unable to hold

a job. About 70 per cent were sin-

gle. The other 30 per cent were

separated or divorced.

In the depth of the depression

in 1931, 834 Jews were included in

a total ol 19,861 homeless men
served by the Central Registration

Bureau of New York City, about

lour per cent. Of the 120,799 home-
less men helped by private agencies

in New York in March 1933, 959
were aided by Jewish social agen-

cies, or less than one per cent.

Of the 1,301 first-time applicants

to the Men's Shelter in New York
City in March, April and May ol

1948, 22 were Jews. In June 1955,

the caseload at the Men's Shelter

was 1,350 and eight were Jews—
the group that Dr. Levinson stud-

ied. The Men's Shelter is the last

resort, the place to which a home-
less man turns when he has lost

even the slight initiative and self-

reliance of the panhandler.

Dr. Levinson first gathered all

available information from the

welfare agency records about the

eight Jews, then induced them to

submit to a number of intelligence

and personality tests. He reported

his finding in Volume II of the

Yivo Annual of Jewish Social Sci-

ence.

Five of the homeless were native

born, two had native born parents.

This contrasted with previous

studies indicating that more than

half of Jewish homeless men are

foreign born. Dr. Levinson found

it hard to get any information

about the family status of the eight

Jews. Shrinking from contacting

relatives, the homeless Jew finds it

expedient to claim he was never

married or has no living relatives.

Four of the eight claimed to be

single and four were separated or

divorced.

All had been on the Bowery for

many years before coming to the

Men's Shelter. In each case, there

was a gradual lowering of self-con-

fidence, of employment and stand-

ard of living. In an inexorable pat-

tern, these men moved from the

second rate hotel, to the furnished

room, to the Bowery lodging and,

finally, to the public shelter.

Family factors are of great im-

portance in these stories of decline.

Included were very poor family re-

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ISRAEL'S TREASURE SHOPS
By Yalacov Friedler

Israel's Ingathering of the Exiles

has brought to the country not only

hundreds of thousands of Jews

from all over the world but also ob-

jects d'art, antiquities and articles

of beauty they possessed in their

countries of origin. Many of them

have sold these belongings in Israel

in order to get the ready cash they

need for housing and other imme-

diate necessities. Thus the art shojas

of the country are filled with goods

from almost every country in the

world, togehter with the indige-

nous antiquities the country is so

rich in and famous for.

Visitors during Israels Tenth

Anniversary Year will soon discov-

u that a <all ai an Israel art shop

is a call on the artistic treasures of

the world. Here one finds Persian

rugs, rolled up together with the

latest lustrous carpets from China;

oriental pottery and copper ware

sharing a shelf with Chinese jet,

European porcelain carvings of In-

dian gods, Russian silverware and

(he curious knickknacks from all

over the world. Prices are not high.

Israel is so flooded with these goods

that their value is comparatively

low, hardly greater than in their

countries ot origin, and in some

cases less. This fact has not been

overlooked by tourists and many
have bought in Israel at a fraction

of what the same article would cost

in America or elsewhere, if they

were obtainable there at all.

While the artistic and antique

value of most of these goods is ac-

knowledged and well-known one

may find here a treasury of sur-

prisingly beautiful and decorative

articles, whose very existence is

hardly suspected. Most Israel art

shops and bazaars are crammed

with beautifully executed antique

copper and brass articles. Today

they are in great demand as flower

vases, sweet bowls and fruit plates,

although originally a hundred

years ago and more, they were

fashioned by oriental craftsmen to

serve as ordinary pots and pans for

the local Arab population. In our

age of industrial design where the

art of making more and more out

of less is the watchword of mass pro-

duction, it is difficult to believe

that not so long ago, so much lov-

ing care and skill and so many ma-

terials went into the making of

each individual vessel for ordinary,

daily use. Many Israel homes are

adorned with these articles. Beau-

tifully formed coffee pots, water

urns, wine jars all fashioned from

copper or brass are used today as

flower vases or pots, umbrella

stands, ashtrays, etc. They come in

a great variety of styles.

There are the primitive vessels,

made by the Arab craftsmen of

Palestine, whose beauty lies in their

form and execution. There are the

more elaborate brass goods from

Damascus of a century ago and

more, with their generous engrav-

ings, silver and copper inlays and

profusion of engraved verses from

the Holy Koran in the flowing Ara-

bic script. There are the extraordi-

narily beautiful trays that must

take weeks or months to make,

most of them large enough to serve

as occasional table tops. Indeed,

they are often put to this purpose

now, and very distinctive and un-

usual tables they make, especially if

they are placed on steel tripods of

modern design. Or, they may still

be used for what they were origi-

nally intended, as trays, very dis-

tinctive trays, everlasting, that be-

Another use that Israelis are mak-

ing of these ancient metal articles

is their conversion into most un-

usual lamps tor the study the den

or the salon. The choice is practi-

cally unlimited. From primitively

engraved bowls of Palestine to the

most elaborately chased vessels of

Persia. There are jars of every

shape, form and workmanship to

be hunted for.

Half the fun is finding, or rather

discovering, just what you want.

You may go to smart main street

establishments where you'll find

these articles carefully cleaned and

polished, looking almost new but

retaining their antique glow that

leases no doubt of their ancient

origin. Or you may go snooping in

one of the many dusty old shops off

the beaten track in the towns of

Israel, from Haifa through Naza-

reth to Beersheba. Here, the pro-

prietor will be as pleased to bar-

gain with you as to sell you any-

thing. He will do so in almost any

language and you may expect to get

him down by as much as 20 per

cent from the original price. In

these shops you may also be put in

touch with metal craftsmen still

willing to handmake any copper

article for you at an amazingly low

cost, considering the amount of

work they put into the job. Just to

go into one of these shops in the

evening, when the electric light is

reflected from a thousand glowing

copper jars is an experience in it-

self.

There is also the elaborate orien-

tal woodwork that may take your

fancy. Inlaid tables, tray stands and

screens, worked in mother of pearl

on dark wood to resemble holy

mosques, antique furniture that is

actually antique and not a modern

imitation.

Women will be thrilled by the

profusion of oriental jewelry, both

antique and modern, waiting to be

picked up. Old slave bracelets

whose primitive form and execu-

tion are perfect foils for ultra-mod-

ern orlon dresses. There are the

Beduin belts, bracelets, and neck-
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lates that arc certainly different

from anything you may find in

your local jewelry shop. Most of

them are made of silver. Many Is-

raelis prefer to buy bits and pieces

of these jewels and have them made
up to their own design into exclu-

sive pieces that have the distinction

of being unique and completely

unlike any other. There are the

necklaces made of large amber
praying beads in a variety of shapes

and colours. In fact, there is hardly

a limit to the variety of jewelry-

waiting to be worn. Some may pre-

fer the modern-style jewelry wait-

ing to be worn from the green ama-

ihysts of Eilat that are just coming
into fashion. There are also the

more exclusive copper ornaments

now being made from the slag

found at the site of King Solomon's

mines in the Negev. These are not

only distinctive but bring Biblical

history to the dressing table. Quite

a few Israel women have experi-

enced the thrill of wearing a

brooch, necklace or ring made by

the slaves of King Solomon.

There is also a profusion of

ancient glassware to be found. Well

preserved jars and bottles from

Phoenicia or the painted glass of

Persia. There are the splinters of

ancient glass now being turned in-

to jewelry. These combine the

beauty of the Phoenician craft-

man's art with the thought that

the breath of the glassblower of a

thousand years ago is imprisoned

for you in them. No tour through

an Israel art shop is complete with-

out mentioning the margilla pipes,

the hubble-bubbles that the Arabs

used to and still do smoke. Some
of them are real museum pieces,

with beautifully painted glass bases

and chased silver tops. They may
grace a smoking room or can be

sepaiated to serve as unusual vases

or wall decorations. Nazareth is es-

pecially rich in these hookas. And
the Town of Christ in general has

many art objects worthy of atten-

tion, not only because they do come

from Nazareth, but for their in-

trinsic artistic value. Many of the

jars and pots you'll find will give

you ideas of converting them into

some unusual decoration that will

set off modern furniture to its best

advantage.

A visit to one of the antique ba-

zaars is like a lightning tour of his-

tory, especially of Bible history. For

men, there are the daggers and

swords, one of which may just have

tipped the balance in one of the

revolutions of Holy Wars of old.

At the other end of the scale the

pen rules supreme. You may wish to

pick up an antique scribe set for

your desk. Made of brass, often

elaborately engraved, it consists of

an oblong container for pens with

a small ink well joined to it.

A visit to an Israel bazaar is more
than merely a shopping trip. It is

a call on history. It is also great fun

that will add to your collection of

beautiful things at little cost. And,

of course, the lucky one may find a

unique piece whose value is not

appreciated even by the bazaar

keeper himself, like the world's

only statuette of the Emperor Ju-

lian that was found in an old Jeru-

salem shop by one of the country's

collectors only ten years ago and

bought for a price that amounted
to no more than a song.

The lie travels without feet, says

the Talmud in effect, and it is as

hard to catch up with a falsehood

as it is with an erroneous concep-

tion of human affairs.

Our so-called civic

protective agencies have, with in-

sufficient consideration and the

poorest judgment, become entan-

gled in this perplexing question

with the result that a number of

our communities have been placed

in jeopard\ and our standing gen-

erally has become untenable and
subject to misunderstanding. Our
civic protective agencies have rush-

ed in where angels have feared to

tread, and the compulsion may be

actual lack of thought, as to lack

of ideas to create new and true

Jewish activities.

Our Jewish central and national

organizations and the civic protec-

tive agencies no less than the others

have been organized for Jewish

purposes, to meet specifically Jew-

ish needs and requirements. In all

other matters we act and function

as American citizens and, obviously,

the many millions of citizens of our

great Republic with the instrumen-

talities of our federal and state eov-

ernments are best qualified to as-

sume all the tasks and problems
facing our country as a whole. The
aspiration for full equality of all

sections and groups of the Repub-
lic is among these tasks. It is sheer

presumption for any small minority

to attempt to solve problems that

are beyond their scope and potency.

By assuming a responsibility that is

far beyond the scope obligations

and the means of our group, we
have placed ourselves in a most

awkward situation and, at the same

Teaching At Hebrew University

Is Rewarding
By Edwin Samuel

The author, who teaches in the Public Administration program of the
University's EJiezer Kaplan School of Economics and Social Sciences, re-
cently visited the U. S. This article is based on material written for the
"Jewish Vanguard" of London and reproduced with the editor's premission.
Mr. Samuel has recently authored a book of short stories, "A Cottage in
Galilee," published by Abelard Schuman. — The Editor

Teaching at the Hebrew Univer-

sity is very rewarding. The students

work very hard—in fact, too hard in

many cases. The University tries to

restrict the total number of weekly

hours of class attendance to 23

(compared to 16 in the U. S.) in

the Humanities, and to 35 in the

Sciences. But some students take

many more hours a week, especially

in their first and second years, so

as to be able to concentrate in their

third year on reading for their final

examinations. (I'm sure I never

did anything approaching any ol

these figures when I was at Ox-

ford.) One of my students at the

Hebrew University last year took

not only a complete University

course but also enrolled simultane

ously for a full course at the Bezalel

Art School "so as not to waste

time." To the Israeli, there is no

limit to human endurance; anyone

who admits to fatigue is a traitor.

One must also bear in mind that

many students are working their

way through college, especially

those (the majority) who came up
from the plains and cannot live

without their families. There are

more male baby-sitters in Jerusa-

lem in term time than in any other

city that I know. One of my stu-

dents last year was working as a

night editor in the Kol Israel radio

news room; he was also married,

with children. When he managed
to sleep is a mystery.

Another of my students last year

was Shlomo Hillil, a promising

young Mapai member of the Knes-

set, born in Iraq and brought to

Palestine as a child. He was drafted

Well, I think to myself, everyone

has a right to be enthusiastic about

what he wants, but his final words

to me, "I have had some part in

the building of the chemical and

fertilizers plant," made me curious

about him.

A few days later, I see him in a

car. He had hired it to do some
sightseeing on his own. Later, he

says, he is going to call on Mr. Ben
Gurion. He asks me to come along

on the trip.

I don't know what to make of it,

but I go along. We see the fisheries

at Caesaria, the Dead Sea deposits

being worked, the new hotels, the

pipes being laid in the Negev, and
lie seems to know all about every-

thing and everywhere he tells me he

had a part in it.

Maybe I think he's some big fi-

nancier. When I asked him what

his line was, he just smiles. Just a

plain man from Waukegan, he says.

Sure enough, later, we drive up
to Ben Gurion's offices and he

writes something on a card, and

gives it to the secretary, and, sure

enough, in a few minutes, he is

ushered into the private offices of

Ben Gurion.

After about ten minutes, he

comes out with Ben Gurion him-

self, taking him to the door and
shaking hands.

I say to him, "What did you

write on that note which you gave

to Ben Gurion's secretary?"

"Oh," he said, "I just wrote that

I was from Waukegan and I had

bought an Israel Bond, and I was

sure he would be glad to see some-

one who is helping to build up
every angle of Israel's economy."

They make ex-

otic paintings, but the commercial

demand is very limited.

But then this was a ter-

rifically big hole—one of the biggest

in the world, and it is not every

country that has such a big hole.

Israel felt it should take pride in it.

They were so proud of it that they

began fondling every speck of it as

though it might have something in

it worthwhile — and sure enough,

it had. In it were valuable phos-

phates, good for fertilizer, which

are now being exploited with the

aid of Israel Bonds. And, best of

all, in the phosphate rock, there is

uranium, and Prof. Ernest Berg-

man, chairman of Israel's Atomic

Energy Commission, looks to "this

by-product of the fertilizer indus-

try"' to solve the problem of provid-

ing Israel with an adequate "inde-

pendent supply of energy" in the

absence of coal or an adequate sup-

ply of oil.

Also in the Negeb Israel has dis-

covered the ancient copper mines

which King Solomon worked and
which are now being worked again.

A glass of water was regarded as

intoxicating as champagne in the

Negeb. It was as hard to get, but in

the past couple of years, much was

done to repair this deficiency. With
the huge pipes, so large you can

A Christian-Jewish Dialogue - Off Key

The wall of separation between

church and state in America may
not be nearly as wide and as high

as the wall of separation between

American Catholics, Protestants

and Jews — if one is to judge from

the results of an unpublicized

seminar held in New York City

last May.

The idea behind the five-day

conference, organized by the Fund
for the Republic, seemed a most

laudable one. Why not bring to-

gether a group of leading thinkers

of the three faiths in a congenial

atmosphere for a true Protestant

Catholic-Jewish dialogue? Seldom

have so many bright intellectual

lights been assembled in one place

for such a purpose.

The conference was not given

the usual publicity treatment. Not

The first clash developed when
Dr. Pfeffer, representing the Jew-

ish community relations approach,

argued that the Founding Father's

had deliberately established the

wall of church-state separation.

Their objectives, he asserted, had

been to affirm that there would

never be an established church and
that the government must not help

religion whether preferentially or

on a basis of equality. He added

the blunt opinion that the philo-

sophy of Roman Catholicism was

a threat to this conception of sep-

aration.

Not only the Catholics but the

Protestants as well joined in crit-

icizing Dr. Pfeffer. Dr. Katz, the

Protestant law expert, insisted that

such strict separation was never

intended and that an absolute "in-

tolerable curtailments" of religious

freedom. While opposing outright

public fund grants to churches,

Dr. Katz supported the Catholic

position on release time and argued
for tax relief to parents who sup-

ported their children in private

and parochial schools.

Other Protestants asserted that

Dr. Pfeffer's position implied the

removal of all references to God
from the state. Reported Rabbi
Gilbert: "Jewish representatives

were notably silent during the ex-

hausting and blistering two-hour

attack on Dr. Pfeffer's thesis."

The next day the conference

witnessed an attack on the Jewish

community relations position by a

Jewish participant, Dr. Herberg.

ed, adding that such schools served

the public interest and had a right

to help from public funds.

This was too much for the Pro-

testants, who argued that paroch-

ial schools served the vested inter-

ests of a sectarian group and neither

could nor should be publicly sup-

ported under the church-state sep-

aration principle. Dr. James Nich-

ols went an abrasive step further

and declared that he could not

agree to any kind of federal aid

to parochial education because,

in his opinion, it was undemocrat-

ic education. He added that he did

not believe the Roman Catholic

church could be counted on to

maintain the American way of life.

For the next two days all efforts

were abandoned to discuss the

practical problems of separation—

which was the primary concern of

the Jewish participants—while Prot-

estants and Roman Catholics, with

Jews on the sidelines, tangled on
the issue of whether Roman Cath-

olicism was indeed a threat to

American democracy.

The Catholics vigorously affirm-

ed their devotion to the democratic

process and disputed comparisons

between the development and goals

of the Catholic Church in America
with that of Spain. The Catholics

pleaded with the Protestants for

patience, warning that if pressure

was exerted too hard and too soon,

it would interfere with the normal

process of growth and development

—presumably in the direction of

accomodation of Roman Catholic

dogma to American religious free-

dom—within the church itself. The
Protestants, Rabbi Gilbert report-

ed, seemed unconvinced. The Ro-

man Catholics thereupon counter-

attacked, with charges of bigotry

against American Protestant lead-

ership.

Both Rabbi Gilbert and Editor

O'Gara agreed that the savagely

frank exchanges had some kind of

cathartic effect. Rabbi Heschel

joined with Father Weigel and Dr.

Tillich on the last day of the

seminar, in defining the role of

religion in a free society. Subse-

quently, a Roman Catholic repre-

sentative suggested that perhaps

not all criticisms of the Catholic

church were unfounded. A Prot-

estant admitted that some Protes-

tants glibly identified Americanism

with Protestantism and were ready

to use the legislative powers of the

Religious Peace in

At one of the first national con-

ventions of the past Jewish year,

last November, a group of Reform

leaders urged that greater harmony

should be sought between Reform

Jewry and other Jewish religious

sects in America on both a com-

munity and national level.

Some two weeks after this appeal

was made public by the National

Federation of Temple Brother-

hoods, a psychiatrist who apparent-

ly either had not heard the appeal

or perhaps did not approve of it,

made a speech to a local meeting

of Reform Jews in Boston. Dr.

Meyer Asekoff, director of psychia-

try at the Metropolitan State Hos-

pital in Waltham, asserted that Re-

form Judaism was a system of

"more mature thought" than Or-

thodoxy which, he said, appealed

more to the "immature" type of

American Jew.

Similarly, Dr. Julius A. Mark,

rabbi of Temple Emanu-El of New
York, discussing hopes for the dev-

elopment of a "more brotherly

spirit of unity" among American

Jews, took note, at a Founders Day

meeting of the Hebrew Union Col-

lege-Jewish Institute of Religion,

of Reform forecasts of doom for

Orthodoxy. He said that in the

foreseeable future, the pattern of

the present tri partite division of

American Judaism would continue.

That was in April. But on June

28th, Rabbi Bernard A. Bamberger

of New York, one of the leading

theoreticians of Reform Judaism,

presented a paper at the 69th an-

nual convention in Chicago of the

Central Conference of American

Rabbis hardly calculated to ad-

vance harmonious relations with

the Orthodox segment of American

Jewry.

Rabbi Bamberger predicted that

Orthodox Judaism in America

would deteriorate into a "dissent-

ing minority sect." He forecast also

American Judaism
Katan
that future generations of Amer-

ican Jews would regard reform or

liberal Judaism as constituting

"the main stream of Jewish religi-

ous life."

Despite Dr. Asekoff and Rabbi

Bamberger, the principal fact of

5718 in this arena of Jewish life was

the relative absence of intramural

sniping against each other by the

three units of American Judaism.

There was certainly no storm in

5718 comparable to the battle dur-

ing the previous year by the Rab-

binical Council of America against

Orthodox participation in the work
of the Synagogue Council of Am-
erica and of the New York Board

of Rabbis, where Orthodox, Coun-

cil of America and of the New York
Board of Rabbis, where Orthodox,

Conservative and Reform repre-

sentatives work together on matters

which do not involve issues of Jew-

ish religious law.

The typical pattern of such inter-

religious strife in the United States

is one of Reform versus Orthodoxy
and Orthodoxy versus Conservat-

ism. Reform spokesmen tend to

look down publicly on the Orth-

odox and while Dr. Asekoff made
it plain he was speaking as a psy-

chiatrist and presumably not as a

Reform partisan, it is no secret

that his opinion is widely shared

among Reform thinkers.

State Fair In New Building
A spacious new agricultural ex-

hibits building is to be erecteu

on the fairgrounds here in time

for the 1958 State Fair of Virginia

10 be held September 19 through

2, R. O. Clover, the fair s execu-

tive vice president has announced.

The building will be 70 feet wide

and 240 feet long and will be

located near the livestock and farm

machinery areas and opposite the

sheep building. It will have steel

framework with perimeter wells

of 4 feet high concrete block with

aluminum siding and roof. The
front door will be 12 feet wide

and 12 feet high with 3 additional

doors 10 x 10 feet to provide maxi-

mum accessibility for large exhib-

its. The floor is to be of smooth

finish asphalt.

The project was authorized at

the April meeting of the fair's Ex-

ecutive Committee. The contract

has been awarded to Clobe Iron

Works of Norfolk, builders of the

state exhibits building. Excavation

of foundations is under way.

Of the

16,800 square feet of floor space,

8,000 will be donated to aisles,

about 1,500 to commercial exhib-

its of items related to agriculture

and the remaining 7,300 square

feet to agriculture and horticul-

ture displays.

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20th Century Illuminator
By Robert Apple

Anyone who associates true artis-

tic creativity with a garret in Paris

inhabited by a surly and under-

nourished eccentric would almost

certainly overlook Sol Nodel in his

business-like studio on 42nd Street

in the heart of that most material-

istic of urban centers, Manhattan.

Sol Nodel himself is about as far

from such a stereotype of the artist

as could be imagined. Well-tailored

and affable, he is much faster with

a quip or a reasonably fragrant

joke than with momentous pro-

nouncements on art. He exhibits

about as much moody artistic tem-

perament as a bookkeeper.

A casual glance at the work done

in his studio might lead to a classi-

fication of the resident as simply

another commercial artist, perhaps

an uncommonly able one capable,

for instance, of producing bro-

chures for corporations certain to

be appreciated by the art directors

of Madison Ave. Further inquiry

would reveal thai his principal ac-

tivity and source of income is the

preparation of scroll, those aston-

ishingly popular testimonials for

the living. Few indeed are the dig-

nitaries honored by Jewish organi-

zations who have not received one

of Sol Nodel's beautiful scrolls.

The lact is that this 46-year-old

son of a rabbi is considered by au-

thorities on illuminated manu-

script to be the greatest living il-

luminator in the United States and

possibly in the world.

Illumination is an art form

which goes back to the period long

before the invention of movable

type. The artists of the pre-Renais-

sance period who used the method

recorded the ideas, history and

faith of their times in hand-lettered

texts embellished with intricate de-

signs and tiny illustrations done in

brilliant colors and ornamented

with gold and silver — hence the

name of the art.

During the past four centuries,

illumination became largely a lost

art. Few men have had the desire,

talent, and extraordinary patience

to work with this technique. Nodel

is one. After years of experimenta-

tion and research, Nodel succeeded

in duplicating the illuminating

techniques of the monks of medi-

eval times, including the use of the

cjuill pen, the method of applying

gold, the treatment of parchment

and the use of inks and pigment.

This was the only way to become

an illuminator because there are no

art schools for this craft in the

United States.

When Nodel was 16, his cousin,

the world-famous miniaturist, Leo

Dubson of Paris, came to the U.

S. to paint miniature portraits

of leading Americans. Sol became

so fascinated by his cousin's unique

gifts of skill and patience; that he

decided this was what he wanted

to do.

Nodel had to pay his way through

his art training and he did, earning

all of his college and art school

tuition and expenses by winning

cash awards. He studied at the

on the lack of Jewish religious rep-

resentation at the seminar, Cath-

olic O'Gara could look to the Jew-

ish observers for support. Rabbi

Gilbert called "unfortunate" the

fact that "whereas the Christian

representatives were chiefly theo-

logians and philosophers," most of

the Jewish representatives were

"practitioners in the field of inter-

group relations, who were chiefly

concerned with a discussion of con-

crete situations."

Mr. Vorspan also found this as-

pect of the seminar a striking one,

writing that "we have been mor-

bidly fascinated by the extraordi-

nary way in which the Jewish parti-

cipants were located." What hap-

pened, he reported, was that John

Cogley, staff administrator for the

Fund, asked for separate lists of

invites from the three national

Jewish defense agencies—the Anti-

Defamation League, the American

Jewish Committee and the Amer-

ican Jewish Congress.

The Nodel ketubah, produced com-
mercially during the past dozen
years, has had sales of more than

150,000 copies during that period.

Nodel can properly be described

as an illuminator, a miniaturist, a

portraitist, a calligrapher and a de-

signer. Each of these in itself can

and has provided a career for other

men. Each is one phase of the tal-

ents of Nodel and of them all, il-

lumination is paramount. It draws
on the skills of all the others.

These wide-ranging talents have
led Nodel into a variety of media.

He has done much synagogue dec-

oration, including the design for

tbe memorial altar in Temple Is-

rael in St. Louis, a Soldier's Me-
morial Book in Rabbi Abba Hillel

Silver's Temple in Cleveland, the

ark in a Temple in Sharon, Penn-

sylvania, the lecturns for the Tem-
ple in Portland, Oregon, and, in a

related side excursion into syna-

gogue art, the execution of illumi-

nated life contracts for rabbis.

Nodel also lias achieved substan-

tial success as a painter. His works
have been exhibited and have been
hung in museums, public and gov-

ernment buildings throughout the

United States.

His partner is his wile, Shula-

mith, daughter of the late Rabbi
Wolf Gold of Jerusalem, who was
the first vice-president of the Pro-

visional Government of Israel and
one of the architects of the relig-

ious-Zionist movement. Mrs. Nodel
handles the business details of the

manuscripts, scrolls, and certificates

produced by Sol. There is another

studio in the Nodel home in Man-
hattan where he does his most in-

tricate illuminations.

His hobby is portrait painting on
a large canvas. His portrait of his

father-in-law hangs in Jerusalem.

He has also done fudge Philip

Simon, the late Chaim Nachman
Bialik, conductor Laszlo Halasz,

and many others in oil. He also

plays the violin, designs and refin-

ishes furniture, paints murals in his

home and decorates Shulamith's

handsome cakes.

In another respect, Nodel is def-

initely not the impractical, other-

world type which is also part of the

popular stereotype of the artist. He
is a shrewd student of the worka-

day world and his wife's role as

unofficial business manager of No-
del the Artist is by no means a case

of providing Sol with a service he is

incapable of providing for himself;

rather, it is a case of freeing him to

devote his time to creative effort.

This is probably the principal

reason why Nodel has been able,

at an comparatively early age for

an artist, to achieve international

eminence in a rather exotic field-

illumination—while still collecting

enough commissions so that the

problem of the penniless artist is

not his problem.

But there is enough of the true

artistic spirit in Sol Nodel so that

he yearns to do one great work
which could not be undertaken
without seriously interrupting the

indispensable routine of making
a living. He has, among other proj-

ects, long dreamed of undertaking

a complete illumination of the en-

tire Psalms. This would necessitate

research in Europe and then settle-

ment in Israel where the actual il-

luminating would be done at the

site of the sources of the Psalmists.

If Sol Nodel suffers at all as the

unfulfilled artist in his studio on
42nd Street, it is because the possi-

bilities of achieving these life-long

dreams must of necessity be kept

in abeyance under the pressure of

studio commitments. Meanwhile,
there are plenty of commissions, ar-

riving in the mail from places as

diverse as Israel, Liberia, Japan,
England, France and the Belgian

Congo. There are also plenty of

visitors with whom the Nodels can
exchange tall tales and small talk,

sometimes to the point where Shu-
lamith sighs and wonders whether
Sol, the convivial host, hasn't com-
pletely forgotten the deadlines

which must be met by Sol, the art-

ist. But the customers never com-
plain.

Never? Well, hardly ever.

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Yiddish: A Duty lo Preserve Its Literature

When, in our concern over a

possible decline in Jewish cultural

values, we bemoan a slackening of

interest in Jewry's literary and

linguistic tools, many of us have

in view also one oi the most sad-

dening developments in Jewish

life: the gradual disappearance of

Yiddish as one of our dialects and

as the treasure house of a great

literature. It is no longer denied

that Yiddish is declining. Fewer

people than ever use it today.

Yet, while Yiddish is suffering a

setback, its idioms and distortions

ire being used abominably by

comedians who are resetting to

mass appeal tactics in their utiliza-

tion of most common-place phrases.

The fact that crowds will ap-

plaud banalities and abominations

attests to poor taste. But it also in-

dicates a nostalgia in reference to

Yiddish. So, while repudiating the

comic artists who distort Yiddish,

we must acknowledge that there is

a response that is not utilized prop-

erly.

Only a handful of young people

understand Yiddish. Its literature

is not read — unless some portions

of it are fortunate enough to be

translated uito English.

Not all who had predicted that

this would happen were pleased

with the developments. Many of

us are pained by what is transpir-

ing. It was a lovelier and a livelier

time when Yiddish had its influ-

ence, when the warmth of the

language helped to inspire desires

for Jewish learning. When Yid-

dish was in its prime, Hebrew, too,

had a better chance of survival.

There was a time when the

language battle in Israel was a

bitter one. It is no longer so to-

day. Hebrew has taken root there,

and Yiddish, when and where

used, is supplementary. Perhaps it

is because Yiddish is no longer a

competitor to Hebrew tiiar it is no

longer a belligerent in Israel. Yet,

it is possible that the survival of

Yiddish will be made possible in

Israel alone. There are legitimate

reasons for it.

It is possible that the Yiddish

periodicals now appearing in Is-

iael may have a better chance for

survival because some visitors in

Israel will better be able to keep

Dr. Samuel Belkin marks his
fifteenth anniversary as president of
Yeshiva University.

contact with the land and its pro-

pie and the outside world in the

language ihey understand better

than Hebrew — until they may
master Hebrew. But an even bet-

ter reason is the fact that the He-

brew University in Jerusalem has

established advanced courses in

Hebrew. Through such courses,

and because Yiddish thereby will

be perpetuated as a language and

literature study method, the lan-

guage has a chance.

What about Yiddish elsewhere,

especially among the more than

five million American fcws?

We posed this question upon
leading the splendid "Yuda YofFe

Buch" (The Judah L. Joffe BooU,
a testimonial volume that was ded-

icated by Y1VO Institute for

Jewish Research in honor of the

80th birthday of the Yiddish writ-

er and scholar whose name the

book bears.

This is an interesting volume,

and a thoroughly enlightening

and enjoyable one. Half of it is

devoted to a discussion of Jewish

foods, their origins, their etymol-

ogical derivaions. etc.; the other

half to Yiddish language studies.

The former would interest not

only gourments but also all who
are intrigued by the international

manner in which people inter-

change habits and practices — in

this instance, the adoption of food

practices of one's neighbors.

The latter is a remarkable study

of the birth of a language, its

word structures, its religious con-

notations. In the instance of Yid-

dish, there are interesting observa-

tions on the interchange of He-

braist and Aramaic terms, western

and other influences.

An entire volume could be writ-

ten about the YofFe Buch alone.

What concerns us, however, is:

how many people will read this

very scholarly work? Must it bo

limited to a handful or people?

Must it be the symbol of a tragic

decline of a great literature and

its intriguing language"-'

If the answers are in the af-

firmative, as we fear they might

be, then a way must be found to

preserve the literature and the

language of Yiddish.

How?

If the masses won't reufl Yiddish

and undrstand it, at least we must

preserve it among scholars. There-

is the growing danger that even

our rabbis won't know if even our

spiritual leaders will remain ignor-

ant of the facts that have been

compiled in volumes lik-t the one

issued by YIVI just referred to, the

poems of Frug, the stories of Shol-

om Aleichem and Mendele Moch-

er Seforim.

To avoid these dangers, we pro-

pose a movement to make Yiddish

a compulsory course of study in

all advanced Jewish schools — even

in the Jewish high schools, but

certainly in the teachers' colleges;

in all theological seminaries, not

to speak of Gratz and Dropsie Col-

leges in this country and the high-

er schools of learning in England

and in Canada.

Most Jewish dialects have disap-

peared. Ladino, while still spoken

in Turkey and a few communities

in the Orient, is practically un-

known among the Spanish Jews

in America. We doubt whether

more than a couple of hundred

lews still understand and can read

Ladino in this country. But there

is no known literature in Ladino

with even a fraction of the wealth

that is possessed by Yiddish litera-

ture. Every effort must be made to

preserve the Yiddish language and

its literary wealth. Our proposal

may be extremely minimal. It may

satisfy very few of the extreme

Yiddishists. But we view it as *

way of preserving a treasure. Ac-

tion in the direction we propose

should be taken at once by the

proponents of Yiddish.

Irving Berlin of

At the opening rehearsal, when

the performers of Annie Get Your

Gun first heard Irving Berlin's

monotonous rendition of "There's

No Business Like Show Business,"

"Doin' What Comes Naturally,"

"The Girl I Marry," and the rest

of the now famous songs from that

score, they exchanged secretive, hor-

rified looks and decided they'd be

wise to start looking for other jobs.

This show was bound to close after

a short run — with such music. The

old master had obviously—had it.

"Annie," of course, went on to be

a hit — to the delight of the cast,

which was employed for a long time

afterwards, but probably to no

great surprise to Irving Berlin, who

should have been used to hits by

that time.

For more than ten years since

"Annie," Berlin has written scores

only for the musical stage or films,

but now his three latest works have

just been recorded primarily as pop

tunes, and Berlin cpiipped that it

"feels like the old song-plugging

days trying to put over a pop song."

The fantastic royalties of the pop

tune, "White Christmas," reach far

into the astronomical millions of

dollars, bringing him more than

the royalties from the entire score

of any of his smash musicals. The

Bing Crosby recording of that song

alone (and there were many oth-

ers) sold 10,000,000 discs. It is still

selling.

The Tin Pan Alley that Berlin

knew when he first started in 1905

has changed considerably. The
term itself was coined early in the

century by another theatrical re-

porter, Monroe H. Rosenfeld, in an

interview with another song writer.

He was referring to an area of

brownstones on 28th Street, west of

Broadway, that housed most of the

music publishers. Show business in

New York at that time was concen-

trated between Union and Long-

acre Squares. Most of the music (as

was the case with theatre) was

moved uptown; it is quartered

mainly in the Brill Building, north

of Longacre (long ago renamed

Times Square). But the tag—"Tin

Pan Alley"—held fast.

Starting as a song writer and sing-

er in cabarets, Berlin graduated

finally to vaudeville. The occasion

was created after he became suc-

cessful as a tunesmith. In 1913 (the

cast of "Annie" would be amazed

to know) a London manager offer-

ed him $1,000 a week to appear as

a vocalist performing his own songs.

Being an admitted ham, Berlin ac-

cepted, even writing a special song,

"The International Rag," for the

opening, and dedicating it to his

English audience.

He still likes to sing his songs

before an audience, but now limits

his performances to private rendi-

tions, that are set up to acquaint

the musical casts with the scores

for his latest Broadway shows. Un-

fortunately, his efforts are seldom

appreciated.

A lion's share of a song's profits

is gained by the publishers them-

selves. Berlin learned this early in

the game and joined their ranks

from the beginning by becoming

his own publisher. The themes ol

many of his early ones have a time-

less quality that might make them

hits today. With George Whiting

in 1909 he wrote "My Wife's Gone

to the Country (Hooray! Hoo-

ray!") Its popularity was instant,

President Eisenhower has been

urged by the Orthodox rabbinate

of America to veto the humane
slaughter bill as approved yCon-

gress on the ground that it consti-

tutes a threat to schechita despite

its provisions exempting Jewish rit-

ual slaughter methods.

Orthodox spokesmen testified

against the bill during the hearings,

arguing that the effect of the hu-

mane slaughter bill in its imple-

mentation will be elimination of

schechitah and such an appalling

boost in the cost of kosher meat as

to bring it out of reach of the aver-

age customer. In addition, it was

maintained that the bill could be

a forerunner to an attempt to out-

law schechitah altogether, as was

the case in some of the countries of

Europe.

Sports and campus activities,

dances and picture shows take up

much more of the Israeli youths'

time today than they did ten years

ago, when the State of Israel came

into existence.

There is a Pat Boone fan cfub, a

Jazz Club sponsoring jam sessions,

and the second largest percentage

of movie-goers in the world (after

Great Britain). And soccer-football

games, lucked away into odd cor-

ners of the newspapers until a few

years back, are now often front-

page news.

Before the State was established,

every youth gave all his free time

to the clandestine groups defending

the Jewish population. Now there

is a regular full-time army, and

young Israelis are comparatively

free for other pursuits.

Israel has its young nuclear scien-

tists, ranging in age from 27 to 31,

who work on nuclear spectroscopy.

Its doctors have contributed to can-

cer research and to evaluating the

influence of color schemes on emo-

tional imbalance. A young engineer

has invented still another new pro-

cess for showing three-dimensional

motion pictures.

The lessened tension, living in

one's own State, also shows in the

divorce statistics. In 1947 there

were 10 divorces for every 59 mar-

riages; in 1955, the last year with

complete figures, the number was

lo divorced for every 65 marriages.

But people are also slower to marry,

as against 12.98 marriages for every

1,000 inhabitants in 1947, there

were only 8.7 marriages per thou-

sand in 1955.

Although over 50 per cent of to-

day's Israelis are immigrants who
came after the State was establish-

ed, and about half of them from

Moslem lands, most of them have

shed the Oriental custom of keep-

ing girls secluded and uneducated.

Among Oriental immigrants, boys

and girls now go steady and get to

know each other well before marry-

ing. Education up to the high

school level is today free and com-

pulsory. There are virtually no il-

literates; those who came at a more

advanced age study at special even-

ing schools.

However, just as they did ten

years ago, boys and girls become fa-

miliar with weapons at an early

age. At 18 they are called up for 24

to 30 months of compulsory service

in the Army. But even before that,

at around 15, they begin drilling in

special youth groups.

Growing up and taking part in

the country's defense still go hand-

in-hand in Israel. At high school

age the youngsters go for one month
in summer to a border settlement,

where they work the land by day

and stand guard at night. And after

their army service, they are still

being called up for 40 days each

year till the age of 50.

Many of the idealistic youngsters

stay either in the regular army or

in agricultural settlements. The
two are wedded in Israel, as they are

in few other countries. Army draf-

tees may volunteer to do the whole

of their service in special agricul-

tural units. Each such unit is in

fact a border settlement, and the

army command tries to send there

about equal numbers of boys and

girls. Many of them marry and stay

on even after their service period

ends.

Even there

the connecion with the army re-

mains, as they still have to put in

ADL Reports On Russian Jewry
Soviet statistics highlight the

steady destruction of the civil rights

of Jews, who are being progressive-

ly squeezed out of educational,

economic, political and social life

in the Soviet Union, it was disclosed

by the Anti-Defamation League of

B'nai B'rith in a report titled 'An-

ti-Semitism Soviet Union Today."

Made public by Henry Edward

Schultz, the organization's national

chairman, the report documents its

charge with facts and figures ema-

nating from Soviet sources them-

selves. One of the illustrations is

the decline of Jewish membership

in the Supreme Soviet. In 1937,

Jews constituted 4.1 of the total

membership. In 1958, it has drop-

ped to one quarter of one per cent.

Other facts prove the existence of

quota systems against Jewish stu-

dents in Soviet universities. In ad-

dition, the League statistics show a

consistent effort by Soviet authori-

ties to degrade Jews in various

fields of Russian life, scientific, ed-

ucational and war services "as it

Jews did not exist there."

American Orthodoxy publicly,

at least, seldom repays these doubt-

ful compliments from Reform. Or-

thodox leaders ignore Reform Jew-

ry on both ideological and practic-

al grounds. Ideologically, Reform

Judaism is considered a variant so

far departed from authentic Jew-

ishness — despite the upsurge of

Reform interest in Jewish ritual

during the past decade — that it

is hardly to be regarded as Judaism

at all. On practical grounds, Am-
erican Orthodoxy has little fear of

Reform competition. The leap of

faith from an Orthodox to a Re-

form allegiance covers too much
territory even for the easy-going

religious loyalty of the American

synagogue-affiliated Jew It seldom

happens.

Switches from a nominal Orth-

odox commitment to a Conserva-

tive one, however, are not at all

unusual. American Orthodoxy's

fiercest denunciations and greatest

fears are directed at Conservative

Judaism and its preaching of a

happy blend of tradition and mod-

ern adaptability. From these con-

ditions, these consequences tend to

develop consistently.

One of these is that peaceful

relationships and proposals for

joint efforts tend to be much more

frequent between Conservative and

Reform Jews than in any other

combination. The second is that,

the Conservative target. The third

is that the initiative in launching

such verbal missiles is seldom taken

by the Conservatives.

How far the year of relative

peace in American Jewish religious

life was due to the preoccupation

of Reform and Orthodox Jews with

other problems is difficult to deter-

mine. Recent Reform conventions

have been notably concerned with

issues of social action and less with

purely Jewish ones. Similarly, there

has been a relative lack of contro-

versial statements from Orthodox
sources about Reform and Con-

servatism alike during the past

Jewish year. Such challenges as

those presented by Dr. Asekoff and
Rabbi Bamberger and such olive

branches as those extended by the

Reform Brotherhoods and Rabbi
Mark alike failed to evoke Ortho-

dox response.

Certainly one problem occupying

Orthodox attention during the year

was that created by the gymnastics

of the ultra-Orthodox Neturei

Karta in Jerusalem and its support-

ers in the United States. For :t

time, Orthodox groups in the Un-
ited States maintained a pained
silence while the American zealots

demonstrated in full public view

in a fashion scarcely likely to in-

crease the respect of Americans
generally or of American Jews gen-

erally for adherents of traditional

Judaism. As the Jewish year ended,

the Orthodox organizations began
to disassociate themselves publicly

from both the Neturei Karta and

the American supporters of the

J( rusalem zealots.

The same Reform rabbinical

convention which produced Rabbi
Bamberger's prediction of decay

for Orthodox Judaism also pro-

duced a policy statement much
more likely to evoke Orthodox
concern and wrath than did Rabbi
Bamberger's forecast. The Reform
rabbis approved a resolution urg-

ing the American Conservative

movement to join with Reform to

stimulate' the development of a

non-Orthodox form of worship in

Israel, a project about which both

groups have been talking a good

deal and doing little for several

years. In response, a spokesman for

the Conservative rabbinate let it be

known that such a joint effort

would be warmly welcomed.

If any significant progress is

made toward a joint Reform-Con-

servative religious program in Is-

rael during the coming Jewish year,

then the comparative American

Jewish religious calm of 5718 will

likely come to an early and violent

end. Many U. S. Orthodox leaders,

lay and rabbinical alike, are well

aware that inter-religious polemics

may create headlines but seldom

attract members. They are aware

too that there are thousands of un-

synagogued American Jews who are

prime targets for synagogue enroll-

ment and that the most effective

form of protection for Orthodox
Judaism in America is for Orthod-

oxy to strengthen its hold on what
it has while reaching out for more.

As Rabbi Bernard Weinberger, exe-

cutive vice-president of the Rab-
binical Alliance of America, told

the organization's annual conven-

tion last July, there is a "dire need"

for missionary work by Orthodox

Jews in America, as everywhere else

in the free world. And American
Orthodox Jews understand fully

that no group of Jews other than

American Jewry has the resources

in funds and manpower to chal-

lenge effectively the present domi-

nant status of traditional Judaism
in Israel.

The possibility therefore hardly

exists that American Orthodox
leadership would not react with

great vigor to a mobilization of

those resources for the creation of a

non-Orthodox version of Judaism
in Israel. The prospect that Ameri-

can Reform and American Gonsen-

atism might join forces to do to-

gether in Israel what separately

neither has done much more than

discuss is one that bears the threat

of a schism on the American scene

of historical depth and bitterness.
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Wandering Jew On The Bowery
Concluded From Page 34

lationships, social ostracism, inade-

quate schooling, blind alley jobs,

and, rarely, alcoholism. The aver-

age school grade completed by the

eight Jews was 6B. Only one had a

trade; he had been a cutter. The
others were semi-unskilled and un-

skilled.

A comparison of scores of the

eight Jews with 50 non-Jewish

homeless men showed much higher

intelligence scores for the non-

Jews. Dr. Levinson added the sug

gestion that there was evidence

from the past that the eight Jews

were of higher intelligence than the

tests showed and that, at the time

of testing, they were functioning at

a very inferior level. The data also

showed that these men came from

culturally poor homes, had poor

learning ability, poor ability at

analysis and synthesis, poor ability

at anticipating social events and
poor reality testing.

Earlier studies indicated that

Jewish homeless men retained a

spark of Jewish civilization. Unlike

the non-Jew, the homeless Jew
tended to look at his plight in the

larger context of the social prob-

lem. This was not true of the eight

derelicts studied by Dr. Levinson.

They felt that life had not given

them a lair break. Craving com-
panionship and love, "they whined,

complained and pleaded.' Said one:

"I don't want to live here like a

dog. I want to die.'

Beyond these general statements,

each life history differed. With

names and events disguised, here is

one of the personal histories as-

sembled by Dr. Levinson for the

eight men:

Henry Brown was born in Phila-

delphia. His alcoholic father beat

him frequently and deserted the

family when Henry was nine. Hen-

ry and his brother were put in an

orphanage. When his mother was

killed in a tenement fire, the or-

phanage superintendent decided

the two boys would be better of in

a foster home. Such a home was

found for the brother but not for

Henry, who was an epileptic.

As the years passed and Henry
moved into the world of adulthood,

he found it hard to get a job or to

keep one. His plaint was that if

only he had had a different kind

of father, life would have been

different for him. A„ it is, he wish-

ed he were dead. By his account,

being Jewish had little effect on
him. He received some religious

training at the orphanage but his

teachers were brutal, he said, and
he emerged with a dislike for Ju-
daism. He never goes to a syna-

gogue, as do some of the other men,
but he does light a candle on his

mother's yahrzeit.

A second reason is that Hebrew
University students on the whole

raran mib raw
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are very mature. Many elect to do

their military service before at-

tending the University, which

makes them two and a half years

older (for men) and two years (for

women) than the average student

in, say, South Africa, where there

is no conscription. At the Univer-

sity of Witwatersrand, where I have

also taught, I had some students of

seventeen, and even of sixteen.

Thirdly, the students at the He-

brew University are extremely well

disciplined — self-disciplined. They
too, feel impelled by the prevailing

Israeli patriotism to do their very

best. Jerusalem, at an altitude of

nearly 3,000 feet, is a stimulating

place, far different from the drowsy

valleys in which Oxford and Cam-
bridge are situated.

So far, the stadium has not been

the center of University life in Je-

rusalem as it has become in the

United States. Jerusalem has no
famous football team nor any boat

race crew. The Hebrew University

is still professor-centered more than

student-centered; and, apart from

the students' annual ball and their

procession (with donkeys), they are

seldom collectively in evidence in

the city. There are several reasons

for this.

First, the University is not resi-

dential. Some students are married,

many have to earn their own liv-

ing; few can afford to spend much
time in the University once their

lectures are over. A few hundred

out of the 4,400 now live in stu-

dents' hostels at the extreme south-

ern edge of the plateau. They have

their own restaurant and clubroom,

but the vast majority of the stu-

dents are not involved. There is a

Hillel House used as a center for

student activities, including film

shows; but it is in town and al-

leady far too small. (I used it last

summer for my lectures for stu-

dents in my own Institute of Pub-

lic Administration.) Another Hil-

lel House is needed on the campus

itself.

No Sports Equipment

Secondly, the Hebrew Univer-

sity's student being, on the whole,

poor, cannot afford the extra ex-

pense of students' clubs and sports

equipment.

Student politics are organized on

the lines of national politics and

are bitterly fought. A proposal to

switch over to elections of the stu-

dents' council on a personal basis

was narrowly defeated n 1957; its

adoption is, I think, only a matter

of time.

Lastly, the University began its

existence — 35 years or so ago, even

before its official opening — as a

research establishment. It still has

many of the best characteristics of

such an institution; but research

plans plus intensive teaching are

apt to overshadow the norma! man-

ifestations of students' high spirits.

More attention is now being given

by the University itself to students'

needs: the appointment last year

of Rabbi Bernard M. Casper as

student advisor as an example. So

we may all hope for better things

in the future.

time, quite unintentionally and
"

thoughtlessly invited not only mis-

understanding and confusion, but

ultimately threats of disaster.

To be sure, we are all for justice,

equality before the law and full

freedom for all the inhabitants of

the land. The idea of fair treat-

ment for all minorities, inherent in

the basic American principles, nat-

urally comes close to our interests,

and individual Jews and even local

societies are bound to voice their

opinions on questions affecting hu-

man rights.

That is entirely different from

representative central Jewish bod-

ies acting in such manner as to give

the impression of a collective and

unified attitude on the part of the

organized Jewish community.

The crucial and anguishing is-

sues which divide huge elements of

If you say . . .

from
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our citizens (not as much on the

principles as the time and form of

their application) will require

greater forces, larger means, more

potent influence of their solution

than what our own small, feeble

group has at its disposal. Time and

concentrated thought and the un-

stinted devotion of all Americans

will ultimately bring the answer to

the burning question.

The Jewish group should, within

reason and within the realm of

rationality, make its contribution

toward a solution of this and other

vexing questions. But good judg-

ment means that their action should

be in keeping with their propor-

tionate strength, influence and

means.

All human affairs are guided and

directed not only by ideals but by

practical considerations, and in no
sense do we ever realize completely

the ideals or the high aims to

which we aspire.

The idea of civic protective work
first began with the thought of

protecting the rights of Jews wher-

ever and whenever they are denied,

infringed upon or invaded. Then
as an extension of such activites

and enlargement of the sphere of

social work, we took up the cudgels

for all groups which labored under

certain handicaps. Hand in hand
with this motive of assuming re-

sponsibilities for welfare beyond
our own household came the grow-

ing assimilationist tendency to ex-

cel among all other citizens of the

country. There was also the belief

that by packaging our ills with

those of others, we are more quickly

assured of a remedy.

Greetings
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As 1 have indicated before, the

obscurity and confusion of thought

animating our stammering spokes-

men arises from the notion that the

fews have to take upon themselves

the solution of a problem for

which not five million persons but

one hundred and sixty million in-

habitants carry the responsibility.

The notion that we fews have to

make a special contribution to

American democracy, in other

words, that we have to excel all

other citizens, stems from the an-

cient apologetic, timid and obse-

quious attitude of forever attempt-

ing to justify our existence. The
strangely mistaken notion is that

we have to be better than all other

citizens and those who have been

advancing that position, casting

logic to the winds, never realize

that if we must be better, we are,

therefore, inferior and have to pros-

trate ourselves before all our fellow,

citizens and constantly proclaim

our allegiance and good faith as

citizens.

Something was said lately about

the danger of criticism in Jewish

affairs. Of course, the real danger

arises from the lack of criticism,

the absence of good judgment and

clear understanding what the Jew-

ish group can and cannot accom-

plish. It is due to the prevailing

indifference and absence of real

analysis of Jewish affairs that the

civic protective agencies have not

yet been made to realize the error

of their ways and the peril to which

they have subjected communities in

certain parts of the country.

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Conluded From Page 29

produces only a few tones, as for

example the first, fifth and eighth

tones of the scale. Although the

Shofar is the most unmusical of

all the instruments, it is the only

one that retained its place in the

Synagogue throughout the Middle

Ages down to the present. Why
is this so? On New Year's Day,

the Shofai is blown to remind the

Almighty of His promise to Abra-

ham, Isaac and Jacob, and par-

ticularly of Isaac's sacrifice, and

of the ram which was sacrificed

instead. In a later period, such

Jewish philosophers as Saadia, in-

terpreted the custom of blowing

the Shofar in order to stir the

hearts of the people to awe and

reverence, and to remind them of

their duties to the Almighty.

Another wind instrument was

the Hatzotzera—trumpet. It was

made of silver and was also used

for signaling. Only the priests

were permitted to play this instru-

ment. The minimum requirement

for the service were two Hatzot-

zerot. However, as many as one

hundred twenty trumpets were al-

lowed, and it is reported that at

the dedication of Solomon's Tem-

ple this was the number used.

The Mishna tells us that the

orchestra of the Second Temple

consisted of a minimum of twelve

instrumentalists, which was equal

to the number of choir singers.

When the orchestra was enlarged,

the choir was made larger so that

the proportion could be main-

tained. During the year two Hali-

lim were added on the twelve

festal days.

Three forms of public or con-

gregational singing, based upon

the principle of response, were

customary. In the first form the

leader intoned the first half verse,

and the congregation repeated it.

The leader then continued by sing-

ing each succeeding half line, and
the congregation always repeated

the first half verse as a refrain

throughout the entire song. "Hal-

lel" and the "Son of the Sea." were

sung in this way.

In the second form the leader

sang a half line at a time, and the

congregation repeated what he

sang. According to Rabbi Eliazar,

son of Joseph Hagalili, this was

the manner in which children in

school were instructed.

In the third form the leader

sang the entire first line, and the

congregation responded with the

second line. According to Rabbi

Nehemiah this form was used in

leciting the Shema, in public. It

is still used by Babylonian Jews

for chanting the Hallel, on Pass-

over.

From the foregoing account it

may be possible to get some idea

of the inspiring services held in

'.he ancient Beth Hamikdash. As

the Temple choir, orchestra, and

assembled congregation joined in

praise of the Eternal, the power

and beauty of the sublime music

must have been beyond descrip-

tion.

It is not surprising that after

the final destruction of the Tem-

ple, instrumental music. was

banned by the rabbis from the

synagogue service. Such sublimity

would not be in order until the

day of the Temple's rebuilding.

The motivation behind Moscow's

recent granting of permission to a

group of twelve Jews to visit Israel

may well have emerged from what

one of the "pilgrims" had to say

about Israel in a "letter" to a Mos-

cow daily, the Israeli press charged

on sampling the maligning "letter"

from one of the visitors.

blood upon altar and doorposts;

mourning customs: legal defile-

ment: Hebraic octave; laws of

adultery; Sabbath rest (particular-

ly emphasized among the Ash-

anti); Levirate marriages; circum-

cision; priestly garb etc. Even the

glass manufactured at Nupe and
the carvings of window shutters

indicate a Palestinian influence."

So writes Joseph Williams, mem-
ber of the International Institute

of African Languages and Culture.

He is far from being alone in his

scholastic opinions. R. Sutherland

Pvattray, whose Ashanti Proverbs

were published by the Oxford
University Press as far back as

1916, reiterates them one and all.

r. Edward Bodwitch, even in

1819, in his Mission from the

Cape Coast to Ashantee gave vent

io the suspicion that there was a

strong linkage between these peo-

ples and Hebraic rite and custom.

Philologists like Howey, Potter,

Dr. Casonowicz, of the United

States National Museum, and his-

torians like Godwyn in his Civil

and Ecclesiastical Rites used by

the ancient Jews, have attempted

to verify many of the etymological

affiliations. "Obayifor" is the

Ashanti word for witchcraft. Even

Professor Ludwig Blau (Jewish En-

cyclopedia, Vol. IX, Necromancy)

notes that "Ob" may be considered

the "ghost of the dead." And
everyone quite well knows that in

Jamaica "Obeah" is outlawed by

the government, and that the pres-

ent occupants of that island came

originally as "slaves" from the West

African Gold Coast.

How do we account for all this?

Simply by the fact that there was

evidently a strong contact in pre-

Christian times between the Negro

peoples of West Africa and the

Hebrews who had wandered to

that vicinity of the world? It is

known of course that the Hebrews
and the Phoenicians were in close

contact during the Solomonic pe-

riod, and that Hebrew merchants

and sailors must have at that pe-

riod established the Jewish com-

munities that to this day stil! pin-

point the North African coast.

The still powerful Berber peoples

were once almost entirely convert-

ed. With the destruction of Jeru
s.dem by the Romans these North
African Jewish colonies were sub-

stantially increased.

The advance of Christianity

must have driven fhe Jews further

into the African interior, as did

the encroachments of Js'.am. cli-

maxed in the heroic resistance of

Gehena, the Jewish Berber Queen.
This explains how the Jews event-

ually became the chief merchants

of the Sahara, acting as the link

betwen African interior and the

great commercial centers of the

Mediterranean coast. Eventually a

Jewish Kingdom rose south of the

Sahara, called in fact the King-

dom of Ghana. The site of its cap-

ital has in fact been located for

some time, and alihousrh most of

its remains have since been oblit-

erated, it does account for the in-

fluence of Hebraic custom in that

portion of the world.

Other historians however see

the connections between the He-

brews and the West Coast Ashanti

as having far earlier derivatives,

dating from the Babylonian exile,

and even .prior to that, through

the following of the Nile, south,

and then crossing westward. To
follow the arguments of scholars

pro and con would take a volume.

I learned some Siddur Hebrew
by sheer dint of repetition, I start-

ed cheating very quickly by tying

the Tefillin tightly about my
arm, holding it for a few minutes,

meanwhile mumbling some of the

prayers. Then I would rush down-

stairs to my Zeida, show him the

marks and rush off to school or

to play. My Zeida wasn't fooled

for a moment — only I was.

Permit me a philosophical de-

tour. So much modern Anglo Jew-

ish literature has concerned itself

with this period of Jewish life. We
have had so manv stories of the

brash young eager Jew who, com-

ing up from the ghetto, has bruised

his fists on friend and enemv alike.

I lived in the hard environment

of a low economic section until 1

was fourteen, and I developed the

sturdy memory of eye and ear

which was necessary at that time.

The amazing circumstance is not

that some .^ansrsters and hoodlums

came from this compact besieged

ghetto, but rather that from this

area came scholars, doctors, law-

yers, dentists and creators who
have left their intellectual finger-

prints all over the map of Amer-

ica. It is my conviction that one

of the reasons so many poor Jews

have done so well is because they

had in the roots of their homes

the familv training of ethics and

morality that is such a strong

abutment of Jewish principles.

Meanwhile, the years rushed by.

I soon forgot my abbreviated He-
brew lessons and with the excep-

tion of the Shma and mv nightly

K'rishmeh, my religious education

was limited to my ability to recog-

nize the word Kosher in Hebrew
characters.

Then I entered the world of my
aspirations and ambitions — the

theatre — and my lessons and mv
life were confined to the mediums
in which 1 worked. While I re-

mained intensely Jewish. I still

had no inclination or incentive to

pursue the study of Judaism.

cabulary increased and my know-

ledge broadened and vistas were

opened to me.

When in Israel I could introduce

my family by saying, "Be'Vakasha,

Ia'Asot Ha'Karah Imishtee, Binee,

Beetee," I was taking pride not

only in my wife, son, and one

daughter (who accompanied us),

but pride in my being able to do

it in Lashon Ha-Kodesh.

We
have sixty handicapped immigrants

here, people who can't get jobs on
the competitive labor market — but

who get a fair living wage here.

And then there

comes a day when they can go out

into the world on equal terms with

others. That is what they live and
work for.'"

/ation whatsoever. An article in a

lccent issue of a Jewish magazine

ieferred to this Washington situ-

ation as "appalling." At the same

time it was found that almost half

of Washington Jews are govern-

ment employees engaged in intel-

lectual work, in scientific research,

social work, patent law, and so

on. And it is just these people, the

brain workers, the eggheads whose

since the Greater Boston area com-

prises many separate municipali-

ties. But Cambridge, Brookline,

Chelsea, and all the rest, though

technically "suburbs," are so close

to the heart of Boston that they

are, and have for a long time been,

part and parcel of Boston life.)

But the question of the affilia-

tion of the Jewish individual with

the Jewish community should be

regarded, I believe not only from

the standpoint of quantity, but

also from that of quality. From
the latter point of view I don't

think we can risk optimism, since

such optimism would lead us to

complacency, to overlook a seri-

ous situation and to take no steps

to remedy it.

I am thinking of the non-affilia-

tion of so many of our American

Jewish intelligentsia with Jewish

life, of the utter indifference of so

many of our Jewish men and

women in the higher professions

to things Jewish.

sria. But even he didn't belong to

the Center. Why? No interest, was

his reply.

It is discouraging to come across

such an attitude on the part of

our Jewish intelligentsia toward

Jewish identification. Yet we must
ask ourselves whether the fault

lies entirely with them, whether

we haven't created too much of

an atmosphere of commercialism

around American Jewish commu-
nal life which is bound to repel

our Jewish intelligentsia. In that

New England college town, for

instance, I heard so much talk

about the financial upkeep of the

Center, of whether the member-

ship dues are too high or too low,

and I got such a "warm" recep-

tion from the Center'-, spiritual

leader who has known me for

many years, as well as from some

of his "baale-batim,'" that I was

beginning to sympathize with the

professors who didn't belong.

In Princeton, however, where

the eggheads rather than the busi-

nessmen run the place. I found a

less commercial and more friendly

atmosphere in the Jewish commu-
nity and in the town generally.

There, too, they have recently

erected a synagogue-center, but a

lather small one and at a modest

cost, which means that member-

ship dues will not be as high

there as in the other towns. In

such an atmosphere I have hopes

that a good many more Jewish in-

tellectuals who do teaching and

research work in Princeton will

be won back to the Jewish com-

munity, will affiliate themselves

with the Jewish Center because

they will find there that commu-

nal warmth which thev need as

much as you and I.

But Princeton after all is a

small and exceptional community.

In the larger Jewish communities

a very great effort will have to be

made to win back our Jewish in-

telligentsia for the Jewish com-

munity. If we don't want to lose

our Jewish intelligentsia we shall

have to make strenuous exertions

to introduce more idealism, more

spiritual warmth, in our organized

American Jewish life than is to

be found today. We shall have to

show more appreciation of the

man of learning and talent and

less of the man of mer<- wealth

;han we have been showing. We
shall have to make up our minds

that the synagogue, far from being

a mere extension of the market-

place, is something entirely apart

from it, with value of its own
which often run entirely counter

to the values of trade and ex-

change.

to me that "checkmate" was ac-

tually 'Shich Met" — the King

is dead, I was fascinated. Hebrew
also improved my understanding

of Yiddish because I realized that

I had a he:idstart with words like

Mishpocha, Bocher, Kallah, Mil-

chamah, Sechel and a flood of other

words so familiar to all of you

(taken so much for granted, per-

haps, because of familiarity).

Beyond all these minor reflec-

tions, there was a more serious ef-

fect on my emotions. I suppose to

many of us it seems to be that

the unique religious civilization

which is Judaism has always exist-

ed and will continue to live etern-

ally. We think back to our history

—to the revelation of the Ten

Commandments — to the weary

leader of a slave people -- to the

wrestling of a promised land from

pagan ideologies — to the perse-

verance in the face of destruction

and exile — to the martyrdom of

generation after generation. We
assume thai all these agonies must

surely guarantee the survival of

the Jewish approach to life be-

cause the price paid for survival

was so costly, in life and in blood.

And we assume that the value of

the teaching of our forefathers

has been universally acknowledg

ed and will remain so because we

feel that, bought at such a high

cost, the product will endure.

But this is not so. The product

will not endure by itself. Under

indifference and lack of attention

i'. will molder away. No, it will not

endure unless it is guarded, pro-

tected and nourished When
Judaism was still young and when

the Torah was on the lip> of only

a small segment of thf eastern

world, Rabbi Yose warned - "De-

vote yourselves to the study of the

Torah, for it will not come to

you b\ inheritance."

The Torah, 1 realized, will not

come to us by inheritance, any

more than will Americanism oi

the practice of the worldly virtues.

It must be taught and then stud-

ied. You don't wake up one day

as an American and find that you

know all about the Declaration of

Independence and the Constitu-

tion, the Louisiana Purchase and

the Bill of Rights. You don't

know about Bunker Hill and New
Orleam and Gettvsburg — you

don't know about Yorktown and
Ticonderoga — without studying

these historical moment;. You
don't know about the era of ex-

pansion or the harnessing of our

national resources — unless you

study. The strong personalities of

Washington: Jefferson, Jackson

and Lincoln do not live for you

automatically; you have to learn

before you can understand

And so it is with my life as a

Jew. Judaism is not transmitted to

generation from generation with

every mother's milk. 1 am well

aware of "the Jews who are Jews

at Heart.' I respect these Jews.

But the generations who come after

them will not be as Jewish "at

heart" because there will be fewer

memories from which they can

draw. Thev will have learned less

from which thev can hav: made

a selection And the number of

these "Tews at hear!" will diminish

and suddenly there may be a group

of Jews who will be identified as

Jews but will have no idea of what

they are, v hv they are. or who

they are.

Nothing in the way of ideals or

conviction? is transmitted through

the genes. Blue eyes, yes— but broth-

erhood, no Long legs, yes — but

democracy, no. Teeth, hands,

heart, yes — but liberalism, wis-

dom, charit), no. If we do not de-

vote ourselves to studying these

positive social convictions, all

ideals can be swept awav within a

generation, leaving us empty and

defenseless — leaving us as easy

victims for any strongly indoctri-

Dated ideology. And if we do not

devote ouselves to studying the

Jewish ideals and values, then

they, too, can, in one generation,

he swept away. After thousands of

years they could be uprooted and

destroyed by the utter neglect of

only one generation.

My concern, therefore, is that

the life, culture and faith of our

people be preserved for genera-

tions to come — so that all those

treasures encompassed by Torah

(the Bible, the Talmud, the Law,

the lore, the mores, the art, the

music , the poetry the wisdom and

the inspiration of Judaism) shall

surge with life in the minds and

hearts of our children and theirs

after them.

I know that it is not enough for

me merely to learn some Hebrew

and to have my ego satisfied that

I have mastered some of its mys-

teries. My aim is to better under-

stand the large concepts that will

seem less complex once I am able

to contact them on basic levels.

Finally, I leel deeply that what I

ihall learn is not for me alone.

The broad concepts of Judaism

are not a private domain. Thev

have been related, and in the fu-

ture will be even more related, to

our kinship with the world at

large.

All these concerns and all these

ruminations propelled me into my
delayed labors as "Yeshiva bocher."

During most of m\ lifetime I

have been fascinated b. Ameri-

can history, and while i am no

expert on the subject, I am, for a

non-expert, well informed. I be-

lieve that my knowledge of Ameri-

can history has made me more

aware of American values and in-

stitutions and therefore I am more

completely fulfilled as an Ameii-

can. One ol my oiiier lib' interests

has been some concern with the

humanities. Perhaps this concern

has fulfilled me more as a human.

The last few years of my tentative

work in Hebrew has better fulfill-

ed me as r Jew.

Who was this Jacob Henry? Was
.ie the son of Joel and Amelia

Henry of Beaufort, N. C ? He was

:in active Mason yet not a mem-
ber of any synagogue nor known
to be identified with the flourish-

ing communities in Charleston

Savannah, or Richmond. The date

of his birth or death is unknown.

His very victory was more personal

than substantive. In principle, it

actually rheted more firmly the

denial of public office on religious

grounds. In 1835, a state conven-

tion changed in Article 32 the word
Protestant to Christian, thus ex-

cluding only Jews and atheists

from holding office. Only in 1868,

after the gigantic blood bath of

the great Civil War, did a conven-

ton remove all Jewish disabilities

in North Carolina.

It has been the position of the

American Jewish Congress and, I

believe, of all other representative

national Jewish agencies secular

as well as religious, that in advoc-

ating equal rights for the Negro

community, they are acting in the

best interest of America as a whole,

as well as in the best interest of the

Jewish community as a whole. No
responsible national Jewish agency

has made any demands for action

or statements by Southern Jewish

communities which would expose

them to reprisal. Although we all

might wish that historic experience

and religious teaching w:ould per-

suade Southern Jews more vigor-

ously to resist the mistreatment of

Negroes, we recognize that so long

as there is no anti-segregationist

Christian religious or non-sectarian

movement in the South, the Jewish

community there can achieve little

in conspicuous defiance. While, in

these circumstances, it is under-

standable why the Southern Jew

may be tempted to move with

caution and circumspection, this

does not justify him in attempting

10 silence other Jews — Northern

or Southern — and the national

Jewish agencies whose resolutions,

court interventions, and support

of legislation receive wide public-

ity in Southern newspapers.

national Jewish agencies also have

a more comprehensive view ol

Jewish and American interests.

Their programs are not fragment-

ed. Their capacity to deal with

matters of Jewish interest in dis

crimination, in church and state,

in immigration, in foreign policy,

in civil liberties is integrally related

to their program in the field ol

civil rights. They cannot say to

their fellow-Americans "You help

us in those activities, but we can-

not help you in this activity."

Even more important, the pro-

grams, statements and actions of

national agencies reflect their con-

cept of America and America's

place in the world. Thev have

concluded out of their wide know-

ledge of Jewish history, contemp-

orary Jewish experience and Jew-

ish relig'ous teaching, that the real

security of the Jew can be achieved

only in a society which advocates

full equal itv for all. Thev believe

'hat the program in which they

are now engaged is the only one

that can hope to defeat anti-Sem-

itic discrimination and die hate-

mongering which engenders it.

They know that anti-Negroism is

a prelude to indiscriminate vio-

lence. We are not aware of any

contran experience which South-

ern Jews can offer to challenge

ihis contention of national Jewish

agencies.

It is saddening that those South-

ern Jews who threaten to withhold
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allocations from national Jewish

agencies because these agencies re-

fuse to comply with their request

to be "silent" do not realize that

they are unwittingly aiding the

White Citizen Councils to fulfill

their wishes. They are aping the

prohibitions that white suprem-a

cists are now imposing upon the

NAACP and the Urban League.

They are attempting to make it

unpopular if not impossible for a

Jew to support these national

agencies or to venture agreement

with their policies. What the white

superemacist alone could not ac-

complish, such action could achieve

for him.

Will the Southern Jew find com-

fort in his rejection of the North-

ern Jew? Will he find greater secur-

ity isolating himself from national

Jewish agencies? Will he thereby

persuade the white supremacist

that he, the Jew, is one with him?

We doubt it. We suspect that everv

step in this direction is a step

toward greater fear, toward ulti-

mate subservience. Such a policy,

we say to our Southern brothers,

is a reckless gamble with their own

security. It is not even expedient

because it gains nothing.

Courage is a habit. It is rarely

an unpracticed, instinctive act. If

we do not practice courage now,

will we be better prepared if fear

strikes us? If we do not make a

stand when Negroes are the vic-

tims, to whom and with what plea

will be turn if Jews become the

\ ictims?

We have all gratefully honored

those Christians who, at the very

risk of their lives, aided Jews to

survive the holocaust of Hitlerism.

It would be ironic if after express-

ing our admiration for those who

helped save the Jews we should

now condone the rationalization

that we ought to do nothing on

behalf of the Negro because it may

jeopardize Jewish security.

This would be the burden of my
message to Southern Jews. Of

course, there are other dimensions

to this problem tint help shape

and determine the attitude and

action of the Jew as a Jew, as an

American, and as a human being.

There are moral, religious, social,

political considerations which are

the sources that inspire the behav-

ior of individuals as well as groups.

But these inspirations are not sub-

ject to exhortation or persuasion.

They are the tacit assumptions

upon which the foregoing philos-

ophy of the American Jewish

Congress and, I believe, other na-

tional Jewish agencies, is based. It

is this plvlosophy which should be

the subject of earnest discussion

with our fellow-Jews in the South.

Ianuarius had been silent.

I'm a few, as

good as Demetrius. Better, maybe.

In the darkness, a faint smile

played about Ianuarius' lips. May-

be, after all, this will be a good

lesson to Barachias, he thought.

The words seeped into the

!he thrum and tumult of the music

continued. But in the hearts of the

Jewish listeners came a dread

chill.

In other sectors of the city

other priests were doing the same

work. In Eleusis, in Serapeum, in

Hermopolis, in Bruchion. Among
the scribes and the overseers the

priests went. Among the tax-farm-

ers and the contractors, the arti-

sans and the tradesmen. And every-

where horrible tales about the

Jews were insinuated.

"They have their own gods, "it

was said, "but who knows him?

Who sees him? Why does our god

Set-Typhon burn our harvests? Be-

cause the god of the Jews wills it

so. Why are the Jews in Rhakotis

so prosperous? Why do they have

such beautiful homes? Why are

they in charge of important posi-

tions? It is because their gods help

them, against us. Wake up Egyp-

tians! Wake up, before it is too

late!"

Manetho, the shaven priest of

Isis, sat in his cool chamber exam-

ining scrolls. Slaves stood by his

side, readv to obey. In cool rooms

near by, his priests, silent, grim,

awaited his orders.

Manetho came out, his brow

knit in anger.

"Go forth, my sons," he com-

manded, "beyond the city. As far

as Thebes the hundred-pyloned.

And you, to Silsilis. You visit Ptole-

mais, that ihey call Psoi. And you

shall go to Apollinopois the Little

and you to Ap the Great."

So Manetho the arch-priest as-

sistants to visit the cities beyond

Alexandria and to stir up trouble

against the Jews.

"Egyptians, you have the true

spirit. But wait! Do nothing rash.

Be prepared, we ask you, in the

name of our most holy priest of

Isis, Manetho himself. When you

receive the signal, then you will

act." "Give us the signal now!"

And so, throughout all the dark-

ness of the night, in the Egyptian

inns and dens, in the dancing

places and along the Nile banks,

peasants and slaves, priests and

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fishermen waited the final order

from Manetho, the arch anti-

Semite, the high priest of Isis.

That was behind the story of

Barachias' wounding. But Barach-

ias did not suspect the real im-

mensity of the terror that lay in

wait.

The ominous preparations that,

in a silent, mysterious way, were

being made throughout the city

did not escape the notice of the

Jewish community itself.

When Marcus Avilius Ianuarius

heard Barachias' story, he ponder-

ed over it.

And, as the shadows began

to fall and enwrap the hushed

synagogue, the tremulous cry of

Israel rang out: "Shema Yisroel!

Hearken, O God of our fathers!''

And the prayers went echoing

through the vaulted chamber.

Now came a note no longer

of despair. Suddenly, somehow,

in the very act of praying, the

rongregation had, without pre-

irrangement, assumed a tone of

exultation. Hope came to them,

.ind faith in the ancient God who

had so often brought them out of

calamities.

As each member slowly but buo-

yantly left the synagogue, each to

his own home, their faces were

somehow lit up with an unspoken

hope.

Thoughts on Sukkos

Just when the Summer sun has set, when the green leaves

are tinged with the golden hue of Autumn, just when the first

cool winds chill our bodies and we seek refuge in the warmth
of our homes—just at that time, in the Fall of the year, we are

commanded to 'leave your permanent home and live in a tem-

porary one." Just as we prepare to settle in our comfortable,

well heated dwellings the Bible tells us "You shall dwell in

Sukkos". For a period of eight days we live in simple booths

with a fragile roof of twigs, pines or ferns. A strong gust of

wind can upset it. a drizzle can drench it. yet it's here that we
dwell.

Now, were it ordained that Ave observe this commandment
in the Spring or Summer of the year few questions would be
raised, but it's during the brisk Autumn season that we're en-

joined to leave the snugness of our homes and live in a hut that

leaves much to be desired. Why. then, are we commanded to

dwell in the Sukkoh?

Yehuda Halevi, the great poet and philosopher, once said

"the religious and national holidays of a people reflect its moral
and spiritual outlook." The Sukkoh which is the focal point

of the Feast of Tabernacles is precisely such a moral and spiri-

tual reflector.

Examine the life of man and see how he lives. Into what
does he place his trust? Into concrete foundations, steel girders,

and brick buildings, into skyscrapers, jets and nuclear war-

heads; into mechanical devices and mathematical brains. To-
day, man is convinced that at long last he has discovered the

key to his existence. He believes that he has the solution.

When it storms and the winds howl and the rain pours

down man is not troubled. Into his solidly built home he se-

renely retires and he waits until it is over. He is protected and
safe.

When from across the sea he hears talk of war and calamity

man is not perturbed for he finds refuge behind his atomic

piles and hydrogen bombs. Again, he is protected and safe.

When he encounters a problem that ordinarily would
take years to solve man isn't fazed in the least. Nonchalantly he
pushes the button of the Univac and in seconds he has the re-

sult. He is at ease.

When time is of the essence and it is a must that he be in

a distant city in a few hours, man doesn't lose his composure,
he calmly phones in his plane reservation and arrives at his

destination with time to spare. He is relaxed.

Man has what he wants and it all comes so easily. His but-

tons, levers, plungers and knobs provide him with every need.

Confidently he lives in the hard world of iron and cement, con-

tentedly assured that he has found the answer to life.

But then the Festival of Sukkos arrives and man is told

to leave his self created physical labyrinth, this maze of the

tangible, and live in a frail hut where he learns that as yet he
has not solved the riddle of life. Eight days he lives behind
thin walls and under a frail roof, completely dependent upon
the Almighty. For eight days he is made to realize that his very

existence is not the result of his own wonderful advances but

is the gift of God. His life is not protected by thick concrete

columns, skyscrapers or jets but by the Merciful King of Kings.

Before the Almighty all man's fortresses, armadas, computers
and machines are impotent and without force, for, imposing
as they may seem, they still do not have the power over life.

It is therefore, at the Fall season of the year when man
prepares to retreat behind the protection of his sturdy walls

that he is commanded to dwell in the Sukkoh, to drive home
the lesson "not by strength and not by power" but by the spirit

of the Lord does man live.

Thus, the Sukkoh teaches us, it matters not where one
lives, what matters is how he lives.

Reflections

With the Middle East crisis and war clouds arresting the

attention of the world, we as Jews must join libery-loving peo-

ple everywhere in truly searching our souls and taking stock of

our present and future role in society. The destiny of mankind
today is being shaped by heads of governments and statesmen

the world over. Yet in the religious world, spiritual statesmen

or spokesmen have been pleading for eternal truths and abid-

ing values for thousands of years. Are people of this earth at

long last beginning to better themselves and awaken to religi-

ous messages, or are we reading our own thinking into current

happenings?

For a long time now, it seems to me, the stress in major

religious denominations has been on numbers. We live in a

day and age of huge and imposing religious crusades and revi-

valist meetings. People are being assailed on all sides by the

twentieth century criterion for success - - bigness and numbers.

Advertising campaigns and slogans bombard us poor mortals

with a quantitative appeal more often than not at the expense

of quality. You have to have a certain number of listeners or

else you're summarily fired from TV. You have to soft or hard

sell "ad nauseam' or else your services are no longer needed.

We are living in an age of pragmatic values. You're a success

if you have a large following, or it is a success if it has popular

and mass appeal.

In the midst of this hucksters' arena of give and take whose

approach has also affected and tainted even our formal institu-

tionalized religious groups in this country and elsewhere, the

"still small voice" of the High Holy Days intrudes itself on our

lives and attempts to curb this mad plunging to nowhere but

to ultimate chaos and ruin. The antidote to all this is spiritual

and ethical statesmanship.

MR. DALID'S GRAVE
PROBLEM
A group of us attended the cre-

mation of a Jewish friend recently

and as we were driving back to

town from the crematory the ques-

tion arose among us: to be cremat-

ed or to be buried more Jewishly

rather?'

I myself interrupted: "Gentle-

men, gentlemen, what's all this fuss

you're making? Let's rather talk

about being alive and what to do

about that. What with sputniks,

missiles, hydrogen bombs and all

that, how to keep on living has be-

come a much bigger problem than

how to be buried. Now that our

friend is dead and cremated let's

rather take up the question on how

we ourselves can keep on living in

the world as it is today with sput-

niks and all."

But no! One of the group, Mr.

Dalid (that isn't really his name,

I'm just giving him an alphabeti-

cally Hebraic connotation) kept on

talking about his own desire to be

cremated . . . "It's the best way to

go from here."

"Why worry about going from

here?" I asked him. "Let's think

only of staying around a while to

see how it's all coming out finally."

But older Mr. Gimmel (he's half

Orthodox, half Conservative, you

might say) took up Mr. Dalid's

challenging declaration that he'd

rather go to the crematory.

"You, Dalid, want to be burned!"

he exclaimed, "you, a Jew, want to

be burned instead of buried? You
a jew? Don't you know it isn't Jew-

ish to be .cremated?"

To which Mr. Dalid replied:

"Yes, but, anyhow, you as a Jew

have just attended the cremation of

a Jewish friend. If you feel that

cremation isn't Jewish, why did you

go to this cremation? And you an

Orthodox Jew!

Mr. Gimmel guessed he went

there on his Conservative side

. . . "You see, I'm really not com-

pletely Orthodox and, besides, Abe

was a good friend of mine and a

fine gentleman. I felt I should be

there for the farewell. I, this good

friend of his! But Orthodoxically I

myself want to be buried rather."

As a matter of fact this kind of

argument between Gimmel and

Dalid is heard in our town every

time a Jew is cremated. "Is that a

Jewish way of being dead?" an Or-

thodox Jew will ask a Reform one.

And the Reform one replies:

"That's the difference?"

There was a time when scarcely

ever a Jew was taken to the crema-

tory in our town. Now it's a fre-

quent occurrence among the Re-

formers and a Reform rabbi gives

his blessing to the ashes.

Well, when we got downtown

from the crematory the argument

between Messrs. Gimmel and Dalid

hadn't subsided. As they dismount-

ed from my Chevrolet, Mr. Dalid

said, "Segal, we'll let you settle it.

You're an authority on Jewish mat-

ters, aren't you? You must be, since

you're telling the Jewish people

what's what every week in your col-

umn. Next time we get together

again you'll tell us which is right:

to be buried or to be cremated."

I, an authority? The best I could

do was to go to pages 404-406 of

the Universal Jewish Encyclopedia

. . . two pages about cremation. I

learned there that the Jewish way

of being buried instead of burned

seems to rest on the fact that prac-

tically everybody of the Old Testa-

ment was buried, not cremated.

There was an exception, though:

The Phillistines had impaled the

bodies of King Saul and his three

sons on the walls of the city of

Beth-Shan. They were cremated by

their followers . . . the Israelites

. . . "The Israelites desired to pre-

vent any further disrespect to or

mutilation of the remains of the

former King," the encyclopedia ex-

plains.
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Then it goes on to say: In the

post-Biblical and rabbinical periods

cremation seems to have been un-

known; burial was practiced as the

prevalent custom and as an obli-

gatory religious statute."

It appears, according to the En-

cyclopedia that, in the pattern of

Mr. Gimmel and Mr. Dalid "the

question of the legality of crema-

tion . . . still is a subject of fre-

quent discussion among Orthodox

and Conservative Jews, happily

without bitterness or great depth

of feeling."

The Reform Jews have settled it

all to their own satisfaction. As far

back as 1892 the Central Confer-

ence of American Rabbis (Reform)

"passed a resolution which permits

its member rabbis to officiate at

the cremation of deceased Jews

The resolution stated that there

was no warrant for their refusal to

do so on the supposed ground that

cremation was either anti-Jewish or

anti- religious."

Still earlier German Jewish peo-

ple of Reform persuasion had got

together to promote cremations in

an organization they called "Gesell-

schaft fur Feuerbestaltung." Even

among Orthodox Jews there has

been some relenting as to cremation

. . . "Orthodox rabbis," says the

Encyclopedia, "are permitted to of-

ficiate at funerals of those about to

be cremated, provided they do not

witness the actual incineration, and

provided that they do not in any

way have a share or any hand in the

procedure."

Also this: The ashes of one who
has been cremated may not be bur-

ied in one of the sanctified graves

of an Orthodox cemetery; the ashes,

considered ritually unfit for such

burial, must be buried in a spot

apart.

I told all this to Messrs. Gimmel
and Dalid next time I met together

. . . "You sure are an authority, Se-

gal," said Mr. Dalid. "You seem to

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Succoth—Feast Of

Tabernacles
Extracts From Holidays For American Judaism

As perhaps the oldest autumn
harvest thanksgiving festival
which is still observed in civili/ed

lands today Succoth, the Biblical

Feast of Tabernacles, is known
to have been the inspiration for

the Pilgrim Fathers' first Thanks-
giving in America. The Puritans

and other early settlers in New
England were deep and devout

students of the Hebrew Bible, or

Old Testament; and they adopted

many of its laws to govern their

colonies. In this country': earliest

colleges (e.g. Harvard, founded in

1636; Yale, 1701, etc.) the study

of Biblical Hebrew was for some
time as much a required subject

.is that of the other classical lan-

guages, Greek and Latin And
most of the Puritans had Bible

names, chiefly taken from the Old
Testament. As Americans of the

Jewish faith, Judaism's thanksgiv-

ing week of Succoth reminds us

of America's Thanksgiving Day,

ust as our Thanksgiving Day re-

minds us of our thanksgiving

week.

Succoth is the third and last of

the major festivals in the Jewish

religious calendar, which are tra-

ditionally known as "Pilgrimage

Festivals." The other two are Pe-

sach and Shavouth. Succoth, in

Hebrew, means "booths" or "tab-

ernacles"; and the holiday is so

called because of the Biblical in-

junction that it be celebrated out-

doors, in foliage-covered tabernac-

les—and not indoors, as other holi-

days are observed. Succoth is also

known as Chag he-Asif, the Fes-

tival of the Ingathering: because,

in ancient times it celebrated the

final ingathering and storing of

all crops produced in the summer,

and thus completing the agricul-

tural season which began with Pe-

scah and ran through Shavouth.

Like its sister pilgrimage festi-

vals, Succoth was also a farmer's

holiday which the ancient people

of the Near East celebrated even

before the Israelites ever entered

Egypt or Palestine. But, later on,

the Israelites did with Succoth

what thev did with Pesach and

Shavouth. They spiritualized Suc-

coth bv linking to it the story of

their liberation from slavery, thus

injecting into it a universal mean-

ing. For, as a festival of freedom,

Succoth could be celebrated any-

where under any clime, whether

there were crops to gather in or

not.

This doe 1
- not mean that the

new spiritual or moral meaning of

Succoth, the meaning that links

it to the idea of freedom, com-

pletely replaced the agricultural

meaning. The record shows that

die Jews of Palestine, down to the

destruction of the Second Temple

by the Romans (in the year 70),

continued to celebrate Succoth pri-

marily as the Festival of the In-

gathering. But in the background

there was also the story of the

Exodus, the story of the liberation

from slavery, which was symbol-

ized by the dwelling in booth-,

throughout the week of the fes-

tival. Reference to this is found in

the Book o! Leviticus, and also in

*-H<= Book of Deuteronomv, in the

Bible.

When we put the two versions

together—that of Leviticus and

that of Deuteronomy—we clearly

see that even in ancient times Suc-

coth was not meant to be just an

occasion for counting sheaves and

measuring threshed grain. It was

to be primarily an occasion for ex-

tolling freedom from oppression,

for vowing not to oppress others,

and for praising the Lord God for

the bounties he had bestowed

upon his children by blessing the

works of their hands.

The classical symbols or succoth.

as given in the Biblical text, are

still the ones used by both Reform
and Orthodox Jews today al-

though not exactly in the same

nay. They are: (h "The fruit of

goodly trees", the citron, called in

Hebrew, the Ethrog. (2) "branches

of palm trees," called in Hebrew
Lulav, (3) the myrtle, called

Hadas; and (4), "willow-; of the

brook", called in Hebrew, Aravah.

According to one interpretation the

citron is the symbol of beauty; the

palm-branch is a symbol of endur-

ance; the myrtle is selected for its

pleasant fragrance and the willow

is chosen tor its humble appear-

ance. Palm-branch, myrtle and

w illow leaves are fastened together

m a unit, thus indicating that

under God. different things can be

really equal—that the willow with

out scent, has its rightful place in

the sun with the myrtle, and that

the two, which are without endur-

ance, are not inferior to the

palm.

During the benediction over

diese symbols, which the Ortho-

dox Jew pronounces every morn-

ing throughout the seven days of

Succoth, the palm-branch and myr-

tle and willow leaves are held in

one hand and the citron in the

other. The two hands are joined

together during the recital of tluj

blessing, thus symbolizing a mo-

ment of worshiping God "in the

beauty of holiness".

However the most important

symbol of all, topping that of the

Lulav-Ehrog combination, is evi-

dently the Tabernacle itself, which

is called in Hebrew, the Succah.

From the plural of Sucha the word

Succoth is formed- and from it the

holiday gets its name. Therefore,

the scholars and sages of Judaism

Dr. Philip Jacobson

Petersburg, Va.

Hi

Dr. Philip Jacobson was born

in Emporia, Virginia, and was

raised in Baltimore. Maryland,

where he received his formal ed-

cation. In 1917 he enlisted in the

U. S. Armv and served in the Radio

communications Branch of the

Signal Corps, both in this country

and in the A. E. F. during the

closing battles of World War I.

After his discharge from the army

with the rank of sergeant, he em-

barked on the study of medicine

and graduated from the University

of Maryland in 1924. He worked

his way through medical school as

his immigrant parents could pro-

vide him only with board and lodg-

ing. Upon graduation, he served a

four-year internship in the Sinai

Hospital in Baltimore and during

the last year was the chief resident

in surgery.

He began the practice of medi-

cine in Petersburg in 1928, special-

izing in surgery. However, his inter-

ests took him far afield and besides

managing a busy practice, he uti-

lized opportunities in it to do clini-

cal research. Soon he began con-

tributing numerous articles to the

medical literature, and some of

these have attracted international

attention.

Dr. Jacobson considers his most

important contribution to be a new
theory on the origin and treatment

:#f spontaneous bleeding. According

to his theory, nearly one-half of us

die because of hemorrhage. While

the principal concern today is with

the problems of cancer, infectious

disease and many other conditions,

he considers bleeding, but not the

kind that is obvious, to be a far

greater menace and is the leading

lause of disability and death. This

kind of bleeding causes heart at-

tacks, strokes, hemorrhages into the

brain and the eye, bleeding from

die nose, the stomach, and many
other locations of the body. He ad-

vances the idea that this bleeding is

the result of changes in the internal

secretions or hormones. These

changes are now the object of in-

tensive research and investigation

throughout the country.

His other contributions to the

progress of medicine deal with di-

seases peculiar to the female, and

one of these is now included in the

medical text books. He delivered,

by invitation, an address on this

subject before the New York Acad-

emy of Medicine. He also has devel-

oped a new and simple procedure

lor the cure of pilonidal cyst. This

cyst is at the end of the spine and
is commonly known as "jeep di-

sease." Another of his new technics

is a different approach to the oper-

ation for the cure of hernias.

On numerous occasions, Dr. Ja-

cobson has been invited to address

assemblies in churches of various

denominations. He used these op-

portunities to promote interfaitli

harmony and understanding. On

one occasion, after returning from

a trip to Europe when his small

group was granted a private audi-

ence with the Pope, he was invited

to address the Petersburg Chapter

of the National Council of Catholic

Women. His subject was "An Audi-

ence with the Pope,' and the priests

and sisters, as well as the others

present, ,were surprised and pleased

with his knowledge of Catholicism.

Dr. Jacobson believes that more
than a superficial knowledge of re-

ligions and denominations is essen-

tial to the practice of medicine

since the attitudes and beliefs of

people can be vital factors govern-

ing the return to health. Frequent-

ly this understanding has been

valuable under many situations

Dr. Jacobson is a member of the

American Medical Association, the

Southern Medical Association, the

Virginia Medical Society, and the

American Academy of General

Practice. He is also a member of

the B'nai B'rith Lodge of Peters-

burg and the Brith Achim Syna-

gogue. He studied music in his

youth and his interest in this field

continues. This year he is the pres-

ident of the Petersburg Music Club

which promotes that aspect of the

cultural life of this city. He is mar-

ried to the former Edith Virginia

Daniel.

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CultureAsA 'Dynamic force

What event stands out as the

most significant in Jewish life dur-

ing the year 5718? The question is

a challenging one. For if we set

aside the worldwide events by

which we have been affected no

more than anyone else, and if we
disqualify developments in Israel

which are hardly of our doing, we
have to admit that there is precious

little we can point to as significant.

We, the vast community of Jews

in the United States have lived for

twelve months — during which a

network of organizations has work-

ed more or less efficiently, money

has been raised and spent, words

have been spoken and forgotten —
without the community as a Jew-

ish community being a whit the

better or the wiser. There are no

startling achievements to record,

no new goals serving to inspire.

Someone once said thai people

was happy which had no history.

Whoever first gave voice to this

oft-repeated bit of sententious

.superficiality could not have had

in mind a people whose signifi-

cance and survival depend on ris-

ing to opportunities and living a

meaningful life. For the Jew to

have nothing to record in any

period of time comes prettv close

to stagnation, which is but one

step prior to extinction.

Fortunately, contemporaries are

poor judges of significance Only

later generations decided to cele-

brate the birthdays of a Washing-

ton and a Lincoln. The Pilgrims,

on landing, saw only the "stem

and rockbound coast"; they had

no inkling of a Thanksgiving Day

to come. The point we want to

make is i hat some hunVble and

neglected decision may in time as-

sume an importance unsuspected

bv those who made it.

Such a decision was made in

the spring of this year by the cen-

tral organization of the Jewish. Fed-

erations and Welfare Funds. It

decided to appoint a committee

ro chart ami report on the cultural

needs of the Jews of this country.

Laymen and some experts have

been asked to evaluate existing

cultural institutions in terms of

what they do, can do, and should

do.

Interest in Jewish cultural life

is not a new phenomenon among
American Tews. Any number of

thoughtful men have in the course

of the past century called attention

to the danger of neglecting this

area of Jewish life. A few of the

more obvious names come to mind

at once: Isaac Leeser Isaac M.

Wise. Mayer Sulzberger, Cyrus

Vdler, Jacob H. Schiff, Louis Mar-

shall, and many more. They either

founded institutions, or urged

their founding, or helped in their

lunctioning, so that the best in

Jewish life might not wither and

die.

There is no occasion at this

point to embark upon a tirade

against the Jews of the United

States for not having responded

fully to such calls It cannot be

repeated too often that in many
respects the Jews of the United

States have given proof of intellect-

ual and spiritual powers which will

earn for them an honorable page

in the history of the Jewish people.

The tree of Jewish life transplant-

ed into American soil has produc-

ed many significant fruits. Unfort-

unately, the roots of the tree have

been denied those living waters

which alone can guarantee its sur

^ ival.

Two factors militated against

the functioning of Jewish life on

the high cultural level to which

it was accustomed: the preoccupa-

tion of the Jews with problems of

adjustment to their new environ-

ment, and the limitation in the

approach to the problems of Juda-

ism which characterized American

Jewish leadership. The first dif-

ficulty is well understood and need

not- be labored here. The lack of

time for absorbing a second cul

lure, the economic struggle, the
' op

inadequacy of the earlier leader-

ship — these were some of the rea-

sons why the cultural problems

were neglected. But one other rea-

son was more important than all

of these combined, namely, the

fear of separateness. Philanthropy

and formal religion could be justi-

fied as paralleling similar activities

on the part of the rest of the com-

munity; but distinctions in atti-

tudes, in values, in education

the things which are the living

components of a culture — were in-

terpreted as purely Jewish and,

therefore, manifestations of the

very difference between Jew and

non-Jew which we ached to over-

come.

At the present lime the second

factor is even more important and

less understood. It involves a typi-

cally American misapprehension of

the nature of Jewish culture.

Those wronderful men and women,

some of whom have been mention-

ed, suffered from a restricted out-

look. They correctly thought of

Jewish culture and Judaism as

largely synonymous, but defined

both in almost exclusively theo-

logical terms. They founded and

guided rabbinic institutions; they

were interested in religious educa-

ton; they strove to make their syna-

gogues flourish.

It is interesting that these men
left behind only three nation-wide

institutions which could be classi-

fied primarily as cultural rather

than formally religious: the Jewish

Publication Society (1888), the

American Jewish Historical Socie-

ty (1892), and the Dropsie College

CI 907). The late Dr. Cyrus idler

was intimately connected with all

three. But to most of the leaders

of that crucial generation preced-

ing World War I such institutions

seemed to peripheral. When new,

philanthropically-centered interests

came their way, they all but severed

relations with the cultural aspects

of Jewish Hie. Ever since then the

three institutions have been hav-

ing a hard struggle for existence.

Where we — leaders and follow-

ers — as a community went wrong
was in assuming that Judaism was

a cult, in equating the aims of the

Synagogue with those of die

Church, in limiting the vast Jew-
ish heritage to its traditions of

worship. It is true, of course, that

the aim of Judaism is the develop-

ment of religious personality: but

such personality has traditionally

included mind as well as heart,

action as much as spirit, social

values no less than religion* ob-

servance.

The traditional Jewish com-

munity concerned itself with all

these facets of life. The elementary

school and the adult academy, the

dissemination of books and the

relations between man and his

neighbor — all constituted the in-

dividual's and the community's

Jewish life. Study was considered

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Sizing Up the World

In the Light of

High Holy Day Principles

By Rabbi Samuel L. Silver

How would the world be run if

the principles of the High Holi-

days were universally carried out?

After all, religious principles are

meant for action not jus; contem-

plation. Let us take some recent

events and see how they would be

altered had the participants made

use of the teachings of the holi-

days.

Let us start with rabbis. We shall

pass over those benighted and

ultra-fanatic individuals who have

raised such a storm over the fact

that a swimming pool would be

used by men and women. Even if

their main thesis were true, that

such mixing is contrarv to Jewish

practice, it would not have war-

ranted the fierce charges they

made about Zionism, about Israel,

about their fellow- Jews. For a Jew-

ish principle which transcends mix-

ed bathing in importance is not to

mix minor with a major con-

clusion. \nd in the catalogue of

religious infractions natatorial

segregation is near the bottom. Let

us go from his group to a more

responsible group of rabbis, those

who split the Ben Gurion cabinet

in protest against the government's

violation of the rule that a child

belongs, religiously, to the mother.

The rabbis are right: Jewish

law does stipulate that the child

belongs to the mother. But Jewish

law is not inflexible as to over-

look mitigating circumstances.

These mothers, in most cases, are

ardent Jews by identification and

by sacrifice. They are thoroughly

Jewish in most respects, but they

do not like the Orthodox cere-

mony of conversion. They are

raising their children to be ardent

jews. If the spirit of mediation, so

tvpical of the holidays, has been

pursued by the rabbis, they Avould

have been less rigid. They would

have granted these families amnes-

ty in the light of the downright

jewishness of most of them They

would have found a way to avoid

the possible downfall o! the gov-

ernment. They would have avoid-

ed strengthening the unfortunate

notion that Judaism venerates only

the law, in spite of special cir-

'umstances. Thev would have

shown more compassion.

There were, aias, some on the

other side of this fray who exhibit-

ed similar extremism. They scoff-

ed at religion in general because

of the excesses of some of the Or-

thodox. They were as guilty as

those they opposed — and they

were guilty of the same fault.

Let us come to this country. If

people had applied holiday stand-

ards to the case of Sherman Adams,

they would have abstained from

sweeping vilifications of him be-

cause of the human weakness he

showed. They would balance their

condemnation of him with an ap-

preciation of the truly herculean

work he has done on behalf of

our nation. He, too. were he a de-

votee of holiday-Judaism would

have reacted differently. He would

have been less self-righteous when

the exposures were first made and

less ambivalent later. He would

have made a confession of all that

he did, acknowledged his error and

asked for forgiveness for his mis-

deeds.

Can we even think of measuring

the conduct of such men as Khrus-

chev and Nasser by Jewish re-

ligious standards? I guess not. But

certainly we have a right to ap-

praise those who avow obedience

to morality in such a way. Take

Mr. Dulles, for instance. Have you

ever heard him do what Jews will

do on the holidays and what his

priest-son expects everyone to do

regularly: namely, admit short

comings? Not Mr. Dulles. He
maintains an attitude and displays

a frosty "front," which is not only

at variance with Jewish standards

but clashes also with the views of

Christianity, of which he is a prom-

inent lay leader. Everyone sees

an inconsistency between what Mr.

Dulles said when Great Britain in-

tervened in Egypt, during the

Sue/ crisis, and when Great Britain

intervened in Jordan following the

Iran t evolution. Hut Mr. Dulles

says he does not ^ee it. How re-

freshing it would be if Mr. Dulles

could be made to absorb die hum-

bling atmosphere which prevails

during the holidays. And how re-

freshing it would be if others were

asked to do the same: the Congress

men who profess such shock at the

taking of gifts by others (but are

blind to their own actions in this

regard); the administration of-

ficials who are aloof when some-

thing holv is attacked but moved

to action when something oily is

attacked: the Southerners who
prate so about the rights of States

and are so callous about the rights

of human beings; etc., etc.

Now that we have "viewed"

some of the world in the light of

holiday teachings, we would really

Living as a Jew included,

hut transcended by far, the act of

joining a congregation or contri

buting to charities

Now that the adjustment to the

American environment has gone

about as far as it can go if the

American Jew is to retain any sense

of individuality, it is good to know
that our communal leaders are be-

ginning to think in terms of reas-

serting the cultural values of Jew-

ish life. For it is no service to

America for the Jew to be quite as

indistinguishable from the mass as

he has already become. It is no ex-

pression of Judaism to limit, it to

synagogue attendance and some

home ceremonials whose observ-

ance or non-observance equal.lv is

often founded on misconception of

tneir origins and ignorance of our

communities' survival for them to

neglect the very bases on which

they rest, namely, the variety and

depth of the Jewish cultural heri-

tage.

Subconsciously the Jews of the

United States and of other western

countries have always understood

the need for cultural activity. Any
number of literary and historical

organizations, research and teach-

ing institutions, lectures, forums

and week-end retreats have come
into being. Many of them compete
with one another for the attention

of men of means whose support is

indispensable. But such men are

lew, and they will be ever fewer

in the next generation unless the

cultural forces are given a chance

lo make their influence felt and so

restore the balance within Jewish

life.

The decision of the Council of

Jewish Federations and Welfare

Funds comes therefore at a critical

time. It can bring order out of

organizational chaos and increase

the effectiveness of our cultural

institutions. It can he«p bring

about that spiritually creative Jew

ish community which is long over-

due. The imagination is in fact

staggered by the vastness of its

opportunity, and the heart beats

high with hope.

Having studied medicine under
Dr. Benjamin Rush, in Philadel-

phia, Jacob de la Motta practiced

with success in Charleston The
attending physician at the City

Dispensary, he served as secretary

of the Medical Society tor many
years. In 1836 he was elected a

corresponding member of the

Royal Academy of Medicine in

Paris. In the days before modern
pharmacy, doctors had to fill their

own prescriptions. Dr. de la Motta

therefore acquired the "Apothe-

caries Hall,' perhaps the oldest

drug store in all America, started

supposedly in 1780. It was still

the age of signs rather than street

numbers, and over the door hung
a large golden bowl, which the

Negroes christened "de big yaller

bucket". The equipment, the brass

s<ales, the interior woodwork of

this old pharmacy can still be seen

at the Charleston Museum, on the

corner of Rutledge Avenue and

Calhoun Street.

A good physician who stood

high in the profession, neverthe-

less Dr. de la Motta did nor avoid

politics. He rendered public ser-

vice in accepting two city appoint-

ments: Commissioner of the Char-

leston Alms House and Assistant

Commissioner of Health. He was

an active Whig in the national

election of 1840 and President

William Henry Harrison appoint

ed him Receiver- General of his

district.

The interests of Dr. de la Motta

reached beyond medicine or pol-

itics. Science had a particular at-

traction. He lectured "On the

Philosophy of Botany." These es-

savs and other articles were print-

ed in the Charleston Courier. For

eight years he was secretary of the

Literary and Philosophical Society.

Jn Freemasonry, he followed his

father's footsteps He went thru

the chairs and served as Worship-

ful Master of Friendship Lodge.

He enjoyed the high Masonic dis-

tinction of Lieutenant Grand
Commander on the Supreme

Council of the Scottish Rite. Short-

ly before his premature death, he

was acting grand commander — a

post he might have attained had

he lived longer.

In the last two decades of his

life, the Charleston Congregation

was agitated by the first reform

movement in American Judaism.

One would expect Jacob de la

Motta, with his scientific perspec-

tive, to join the reformers, who
constituted the progressives of the

day. But the doctor had a pen-

chant for fundamentalism, both

substantive and ritualist. He would

often be the cantor of service at

Charleston and Savannah. When
reform won over the Sephardic

bastion in Kahal Kodesh Beth

Elohim, the orthodox withdrew

and formed Shearith Israel. For

two years Dr. de la Motta was

President and Hazan of the seces-

sionist synagogue. But he ran into

domestic trouble. The women in

the family favored reform. The
feud must have waxed bitter. The
mother-in-law never forgave him.

He died ai 56, and the old lady

spitefully added a codicd to her

will, leaving an extra bequest for

her daughter "in consequence of

the inadequate support left by Dr.

de la Motta for his family."

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Alaska's "Operation Judaism

Whatever Jewish life a tourist to

Alaska is likely to find today . . and

there is still nary a synagogue nor

a civilian rabbi . . is due almost

entirely to the efforts over nearly

two decades of the National Jewish

Welfare Board (JWB). Jewish life

is astir, but note, it has revolved

entirely about the religious pro-

grams of the Jewish chaplains and

the morale work of the USO-JWB
man. "Operation Judaism" which

JWB has been fostering since 1942,

began, oddly enough, on Rosh Has-

honah in Alaska . . now a member
of the family of states.

On Rosh Hashonah 5702, Jewish

servicemen assembled at the first

Jewish New Year services held in

Fairbanks at the Masonic Temple.

Robert Bloom, a local businessman

and dedicated Jew, who was to be-

come a pillar in JWB's morale

work, led the services. Not too long

thereafter, the Jewish chaplains

moved in. With the aid of the JWB
they have been at the job of nur-

turing "Operation Judaism" ever

since. This year, for instance, GIs

greeted the New Year at services

led by Chn plain Joshua Wachtvo-

gel. He had the aid of the newly-

arrived USO - JWB man, Bob
Kirsch.

Arrival of the chaplains at these

stations is cause for jubilation. The
chaplains lug religious supplies and

morale articles, the latter shipped

by committees of JWB's Women's
Organizations' Division (honors for

Alaska go to the women in St.

For this he had
to make a "crazy" flight to isolated

Kotzebue, five hundred miles from

Fairbanks. "My yarmelke," he notes

in a report, "contrasted oddly with

my colored muk-luks (Eskimo

boots) as I read the services in the

frozen stillness of an Alaskan win-

ter."

Among the Jewish chaplains who
have served with honor in Alaska

are Harold Gordon, Jacob Rudin,

Zuschya Freedman, Edwin Schoff-

man, Allen Rutchik, Jacob Rubin-

stein, David Schudrich, Nathan
Landman and, currently, Joshua

Wachtvogel. The chaplain is very

proud of his Sunday school in An-
chorage, the most northerly on the

North American continent.

"Operation Judaism" has indeed

spilled over the tiny Jewish com-

munities of Anchorage, Sitka, Ju-

nean and Fairbanks, now very

much alive and conscious of things

Jewish.

There is a striking verse in the Bible whose application is

necessary to bring into proper perspective our distorted sense

of values. The verse in Deuteronomy teaches us: "The Lord

did not set His love upon you, nor cho'ose yon because you

were more in number than any people - - for you were the few-

est of all peoples." Only a small fragment of the whole of hu

inanity ofttimes accomplishes world-embracing and eternal ef-

fects by virtue of the influence exercised. There are reportedly

only 120,661 Quakers in the United States - - a small number

in terms of religious adherents. Yet what influence this group

of devoted souls has exercised and continues to exert - - not

only in America, but throughout the world. In the realm of

spiritual and moral leadership, a dedicated group - - no matter

how small - - can shape the present and will directly or indirect-

ly affect the future of this country and of peoples throughout

the world.

In essence, religious leaders, laymen, heads of state, and

citizens young and old, have the sacred obligation to intensify

their efforts on a nationwide and worldwide scale to create a

climate of moral opinion in response to the challenges of our

day. Spiritual statesmanship and its ethical foundations, as em-

bodied in our Bible, Talmud, and sacred literature, is the

basis of an old and enduring theme throughout our Jewish

history. It is a refrain which recurs throughout our High Holy

Day prayers and supplications. This High Holy Day emphasis,

properly understood, challenges everyone, to paraphrase Mai-

monid.es, to arouse ourselves from our apathy and indifference.

Our Jewish tradition, as it expresses itself through the High

Holy Days, is determined to impress upon key people in every

community throughout the country that now is the time to

translate the eternal truths and the ideals of our people into

everyday endeavors and action.

Spiritual and ethical statesmanship is predicated on the

premise that even a small minority dedicated and consecrated

to raising the moral level of the community can eventually

influence large segments of the population. This can be accom-

plished by our own people to a large degree, especially by those

affiliated with synagogues, where a revival is taking place in

the fields of Jewish study, synagogue attendance, and home ob-

servance. In congregations everywhere, a rare opportunity is

afforded to carry into practice this momentous theme of spirit-

ual statesmanship. Spiritual and moral statesmanship can serve

as the undergirding of channels of activity and study which can

have a cumulative effect and profound influence on contempo-

rary history, as well as the future of mankind.

The destiny of mankind can be shaped by all of us if we
but will it. People in all walks of life are beginning to bestir

themselves and awaken to the eternal verities and realities of a

religious life. We, as Jews, can play a vital and key role in the

spiritual renaissance which aAvaits us all. Rosh Hashanah and

Yom Kippur should make us all aware of the tremendous res-

ervoir of Jewish faith and tradition which is ours for the asking.

May the answers to life's problems take clearer shape dur-

ing the coming year. May the year 5719 be a rewarding one

spiritually, and a peaceful one for all of us and all mankind.

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The "Lost Generation" Did All Right

By Max F. Baer
NATIONAL DIRECTOR. B'NAI B'RITH YOUTH ORGANIZATION

The recent threat of economic

recession brought back to many of

us middle-agers painful memories
of the great depression of the

1930's. It was an era of bleak hope
and fear of the future. But look

what has happened to the genera-

tion of Jewish youth reared on

hard times.

They have done all right for

ihemselves' They have been more
successful than their parent:; educa

tionally and economically. And,

while they strayed far and wide in

their search for a way oi life, they

have achieved more than their

parents did in bringing the next

generation of children into con-

tact with meaningful Jewish educa-

tional experiences.

In doing all this they upset the

prophets of doom.

During the '30's much was said

and written about a so-called "ec-

onomic maldistribution of Amer-

ican Jewry." Too many Jewish

youth were rushing into white-

collar occupations, it was charged,

and overlooking good opporluni-

nes in blue-collar jobs. They were

challenged for "overcrowding" the

professions where opportunities

seemed to be growing slimmer.

Because a large proportion of

American Jews were concentrated

in wholesale and retail trade, their

vouth were encouraged to seek

careers elsewhere, awav from the

large cities. Try farming! was a

popular cry.

This was the talk a score of

\ears ago when this writer became

the first national director of JVnai

B'rith Vocational Service. It was

nidelv, and erroneously, assumed

then that the purpose of this new

R'nai B'rith activity was to help

bring about an economic restrati-

lication of American Jewry. We
were not in business, however, to

redirect occupational pursuits but

rather to give young Jewish people

available facts to enable them to

make wisei career decisions for

themselves as individuals.

All the gloomy talk of "over-

crowded fields" was nonsense, the

more so in retrospect. The fact is

• hat, on the whole, the Jewish

youth of the depression years pur-

sued sound educational programs

and made wise choices of careers.

They picked the very fields which

have shown the greatest growth

over the years and at least some

of the fields they shunned turned

out to be dreary prospects.

The proportion of American

workers engaged in the professions

has risen from 4.5 per cent in 1910

to 7.4 percent in 1940 to 9.5 percent

in 1956. Even in this economic re-

cession, there are few professions in

which there is not a shortage of

trained people. Had Jewish youth

heeded the counsel of the fearful

and misinformed two decades ago,

they would not only have denied

themselves excellent professional

opportunities but they would have

deprived the nation of their desper-

ately needed talents.

The same has been true of trends

in other white-collar occupations.

The percentage of American work-

ers engaged as proprietors and man-

agers went up from 7.2 in 1910 to

8.3 in 1940 to 9.8 in 1956. Clerical

workers rose from 5.6 to 10.2 to 14.2

percent. If current trends and fore

casts are realized, the proportion of

of Americans in white-collar jol>s

will continue to grow while that in

blue-collar occupations will decline.

That Jewish youth of the 1930's

were wise in avoiding agricultural

careers is seen in the fact that the

proportion of Americans who are

farmers and farm managers sank

from 17.3 percent in 1910 to 11.4

percent in 1940 to 6.1 percent in

1956. This decline will continue.

Over the same decades the Ameri-

can population has become increas-

ingly urbanized. For Jewish youth

to have flocked to the small towns

would have run counter to a strong

sociological trend in American life.

When suburbanization developed

increasing strength, young Jewish

couples often led the move to the

suburbs.

They were once called a "lost

generation" of American Jews. But

as they entered the suburbs they

lost no time in identifying with

positive factors in American Jewish

life. They built synagogues and

temples, organized B'nai B'rith

lodges and chapters, swelled the

contributions to their local Jewish

welfare funds. They shared their

economic success with philanthro-

pic causes, including Israel, to an

extent unparalleled in American

Jewish history. If they were not

happy about their own Jewish edu-

cation as young people, they saw to

it that their children received a bet-

ter experience.

It is a tribute to these Jewish

parents that Jewish school enroll-

ment has grown annually for many
years. During the decade 1946

through 1 956 it more than doubled.

During this same period Jewish

school enrollment increased at six

times the rate of the increase in the

Jewish population. Moreover, the

average length ol time that Jewish

children were attending weekday

afternoon schools jumped by about

50 percent. Notwithstanding the

continuing shortage of instruc-

tional personnel, there has been a

modernization of the approach to

Jewish education with considerable

gains in quality and effectiveness.

All this has been achieved because

Jewish parents have a greater de-

sire to bring their children into

active contact with their Jewish

heritage and because they have the

greater capacity and willingness to

pay for it.

A Highly Worthwhile Project

Out of the mass of endless discussions on anti-Semitism,

and its causes, one fact at least, stands out as irrefutable.

It is almost universally agreed that one of the major factors

contributing to intolerance is lack of understanding.

The basis for proper understanding quite naturally begins

with early education. If our youth are given the opportunity,

at the formative period of their existence, to learn what makes
people tick, the chances are that as they grow up, there will be

developed a sense of understanding and tolerance with view-

points that might not agree entirely with their own.

An opportunity is presenting itself to the people of North
Carolina to further such understanding, and it is to be hoped
that the boat will not be missed.

The North Carolina Association of Jewish Men has been
working on a project, in co-operation with the University of

North Carolina, for the establishment there, of a library on
Judaica and Hebraica. The University has indicated a genuine
interest in this project, and a willingness to co-operate that

leaves but one further step necessary — the raising of funds

with which to buy the necessary books.

A series of discussions were held at Chapel Hill the latter

part of September, in which a number of professors at the

University told a group from the Men's Association, of theii

particular interest in the project, and their belief in the need
for it that exists among the undergraduates and the post-grad-

uates at the institution. Some of them even went a step further

in expressing the opinion that there was sufficient interest

on the part of the student body to warrant the engaging of a

professor, and the ultimate establishment of a chair in Hebrew
studies.

While we are naturally interested in such an eventuality,

we personally regard it at this time as but just that, and we
would hesitate to see a diversion from the immediate objective

of the library project. We do not deem the present situation at

Chapel Hill ripe for this step, and even if it were immediately
feasible, we would not recommend it. It is our oinion that as

of now there is not a sufficient ground work on which a profes-

sor might build.

But, if the library plan progresses as it should, it would
not be too long before the bigger step might be within reason.

We therefore urge an immediate concentration on the first

step.

The amount needed is by no means staggering. The Sep-

tember Chapel Hill session set an initial goal of $5,000, with
a continuing annual addition of $1,000. It was felt that this

would give the project the needed start. College officials, li-

brarian, etc., have already had a meeting of minds with a com-
mittee from the Association, on the first group of books to be
purchased. All that is now needed to see the project an ac-

complished fact, is the money with which to buy these books.

The project will be identified with an organization called

Friends of the Library, according to an announcement made
by Jerrold Orne, University librarian. "Each contribution,"

Mr. Orne states, "will be designated by the donor as a con-

tribution to the Judaica Fund, but at the same time will

bring the donor membership in the Friends of the Library,

a group which, for twenty years, has been devoted to the

promotion of the best interest of the University library."

The first $1,000 raised by the solicitation committee of

the Men's Association has already been deosited in the Judacia

Fund established by the University. As additional funds are

raised, they will be added to the Fund, from which the pur-

chase of books will be made.

We know that there are may worthy endeavors, local and
national, to which you are being constantly asked to contrib-

ute; we uige, nevertheless that when you are approached,

as you will be, you will find it possible to give the "little

extra" that will mean so much to your own community.

A Heritage Abandoned
A story comes out of Houston, Texas, announcing that

Percy S. Straus, Jr., a resident of that city, has had his family

name changed to Selden, his middle name.

We have a fairly open mind on this matter of name-chang-

ing. For the most part we are not in sympathy with it, but

we can see where we might feel differently if our name was
other than what it is, and can conceive of it being condoned
under certain circumstances.

We do not see that it makes sense in the case of Mr. Straus,

and despite the correctness of his statement, when questioned,

that it is strictly a personal affair, we can see no logic in his

decision.

It was our privilege to have personally known Mr. Straus'

lather, Percy S. Straus, and his uncle, Jesse Isidor Straus, when
they were the heads of the well-known R. H. Macy & Co. de-

partment store in New York City. We knew them as estimable

gentlemen who had done much to enhance the reputation of

their forebears who had also borne the name Straus.

Oscar Straus, an uncle, had been United States Ambassador
to Turkey. A great-uncle, Nathan Straus, had worked with

Louis Pasteur, and through the Straus Milk Fund, had brought

pasteurized milk to the people of New York City. His grand-

father, Oscar Straus, had added stature to the Straus name by
his heroism when he and his wife went to the watery grave in

the sinking of the Titanic. And we recall a great many others

by the name of Straus who, although not identified with this

particular family, had brought luster to the name.

We do not know what value may be in the name Selden. It

undoubtedly has less suggestion of being Jewish, which might
have been the motivation for the change. We do feel, however,

that there can be little reason for abandoning a name such as

Straus, which immediately connotes honor.

If there has been any loss, it is not to Judaism. Mr. Straus

had ceased to be a Jew; his wife was non-Jewish, and his chil-

dren are not being reared as Jews. The loss, we believe, is Mr.
Straus', in that he has abandoned the heritage of an illustrious

name.
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A DEFENSE OF REFORMERS
Orthodox Mr. Reuben Pearl ot

421 Snyder Avenue, Philadelphia,

addresses his letter to me as Reform

Jew. He titles it "An Open Letter

to Alfred Segal" and that suggests

ALFRED SEGAL

that he wants it opened tor all

other Reform Jews to read and to

feel humble.

Mr. Pearl's letter prompts me to

remember my father who died at

90 and who never could feel sure

that his Reform son really was Jew-

ish; though he accepted me with

fine tolerance . . . that is to say,

he was a father who could feel

kindly toward a child of his, even

though he might be a sinner. That's

the way it is with most of the

Papas.

Mr. Pearl says: "I am addressing

this message not personally to you

but rather to your Reform organ-

ization and to all enemies of the

Jewish faith. By branding you and

your co-believers as enemies of the

Jewish faith, you can see that I

totally disagree with your statement

that you think of yourself as worthy

a Jew as Rabbi Herzog of Israef."

Yes, some while ago, in this

column, I was saying to Rabbi

Herzog: "Sir, I have just been

looking through my Reform prayer

book and what I find there suggests

that you yourself could read it with-

out any pain to your Jewish con-

science."

I said this to Rabbi Herzog be-

cause Orthodox Jews in Jerusalem

were feeling quite stirred up on

account of the Reform Chapel that

had been established there by Dr.

Nelson Glueck who is the renowned

Biblical archaeologist as well as

president of the Hebrew Union

College which raises up Reform

rabbis.

Mr. Pearl suggests that this mat-

ter of prayer . . . Orthodox or

Reform . . . was something quite

irrelevant for me to take up with

Rabbi Herzog. Says Mr. Pearl: "I

do not believe that religious wor-

ship in the Reform style would

cause any serious disagreement

anion" believers in One God. God

does not want our praise or our

worship. It is His Commandments
and His Laws, designed to sale-

guard the existence of mankind

that he wants us to observe.

Mr. Pearl quotes Scrpiture as to

what the Law is: "I call heaven

and earth as witnesses against you

this day, that I have before you

life and the curse; therefore, choose

thou life in order that thou may-

est live, both thou and thy seed."

Oh, Mr. Pearl, you, Orthodox,

and I, Reform, aren't apart at all,

though you are at the altar of the

schul and I at the altar of the Re-

form temple. You and I bow be-

fore the same Law and the One
God, and what it I haven't the

yarmelke on?

My Reform faith in the One God
. . . same as your Orthodox faith

. . . is so deep and lovable that I

can't imagine that He thinks less

of me because I don't wear a hat

at his altar or because I'm not

strictly Orthodox in the matter of

diet. If he notices these laxities at

all, I am sure He winks kindly

and says, "Oh, I like the varieties

of My children ... so many varie-

ties of them, and that makes My
family more interesting.

I, the Reform Jew, look at God's

law as the good way of living and

of dealing with neighbors. I often

have said it's all in our prophet

Micah who, surely speaking for

God, as I feel, proclaimed this:

"What doth the Lord thy God
require of thee but to do justly,

to love mercy and to walk humbly
with God."

Micah's words take in all the eth-

ical teaching of Torah . . . the

Ten Commandments and those

words in Leviticus which tells us

to love neighbors as we do o\xx-.

selves. And what more is there in

being a Jew than to live that way?

Reform Jews, maybe, don't all live

that way, but, anyhow, a lot of

them try and many of them whom
I know, succeed somehow.

Nevertheless, I deeply respect Mr.

Pearl's insistence on having kosher

in the house ... if that's the way
he'd rather eat; I can't quarrel

with what gets into anybody's

stomach, and, particularly, with the

food that's preferred for religious

reasons. Mr. Pearl is saying to Re-

form Jews: "Kashruth is a law of

the Torah. The religious Jew can-

not and will never give it up, and

must therefore brand all those who
oppose this and similar laws as

transgressors."

Mr. Pearl tells me that the Re-

form Jew really cares more about

his stomach than the kosher Or-

thodox Jew. He says: "It is the

Reform Jew and the non-religious

Jews who do not want to give up
the slightest inconvenience of re-

striction by the dietary laws or by

Sabbath. The unwillingness to give

up some conveniences or to be

restricted in any way is the real

reason why the Reform Jew and

the non-religious Jew disassociated

and drifted away from our Torah.

The religious Jew surely is more

worried about the spirit than Re-

form Judaism."

Well, I, Reform Jew, am not

snatching the least credit from the

loyal devotion of the Orthodox,

but in this, my home-town, I know
much about Reform intimately.

Here, in Cincinnati, Reform Juda-

ism was founded by Dr. Isaac M.
Wise back in the 1840s. He estab-

lished the Hebrew Union College

(Reform) and the Union of Amer-

ican Hebrew Congregations (Re-

form); his temple, built in 1865,

still stands downtown, cradle and

shrine of Reform.

Out of Reform Judaism in our

town many notable citizens grew

up. They learned from Wise that

the main duty of a Jew was to be

a good man ... to care about

the good of the neighbors, whether

Jew or Gentile ... to be always

the brother whether to Jew or Gen-

tile ... to know that to be the

good Jew is to be the righteous man.

So, up out of this town, and

out of Reform, that is, there came

a large group of Jews who served

the city nobly, helped to clean up

the dirtiest of municipal politics,

American Notables

Judah P. Benjamin
Statesman Jurist — 1863

JUDAH P. BENJAMIN

HARRY SIMONHOFF

The famous quip about "an Is-

raelite with the principles of an

Egyptian" was hurled at a U. S.

Senator, who ranks at the top

among America's great lawyers and

orators. A statesman, leader and

politician, the jurist who wrote a

legal classic, a successful sugar

planter and refiner, the lawyer who
declined an appointment on the

U. S. Supreme Court, a man of af-

fairs and imagination, Judah P.

Benjamin has come down in Ameri-

can Jewish story as its most bril-

liant, colorful, and all-around ablest

personality. Yet he retains no place

in the affection or esteem of Jewry.

Together with Empress Joseph-

ine, Alexander Hamilton, Senator

David Yulee, and the painter Ca-

mille Pissarro, Judah Phillip Ben-

jamin was born on a Caribbean is-

land. His impoverished parents

brought their eight-year-old boy to

Wilmington, N. C, then to Charles-

ton. With assistance from a Jewish

philanthropist, he was educated in

Fayetteville Academy and Yale Col-

lege. Settling in up-and-coming

New Orleans, young Judah studied

law, tutored a beautiful Catholic

Creole, and married her. His suc-

cess at the bar was rapid; his name
became associated in celebrated

cases that attracted international

attention. President Fillmore offer-

ed to nominate him Associate Jus-

tice of the Supreme Court. There is

hardly another instance of a 41-

year-old attorney refusing such a

post.

Trouble with eyesight caused

Benjamin for a time to retire from

law practice. Purchasing a planta-

tion in the Louisiana bayous, he

applied his superb energies to sugar

planting. Researching, he made a

signal -contribution to the new in-

dustry in extricating and refining

sugar from the cane; he popular-

ized his methods by example and

publication in journals. But he had

to resume law practice when called

upon to pay a $60,000 note en-

dorsed for a friend. Entering poli-

tics, he was elected to both houses

of the State Assembly and took part

in the Louisiana constitutional con-

vention.

In the U. S. Senate, Benjamin at-

tracted attention at home and

abroad. His eloquent speeches on

the legal basis for slavery and the

constitutional grounds of States

Rights were the most brilliant and

logical of all Southern leaders. In

1855 he warned that secession was

inevitable unless a reasonable com-

promise could be effected between

the conflicting interests of the

North and South. But sectional pas-

sions on both sides rushed the na-

tion into a catastrophic civil war.

On February 4, 1861, Benjamin de-

livered to the Senate his farewell, a

deeply moving masterpiece in

American oratory, taking leave of

his colleagues and defending with

brilliant argument secession of the

States from the Federal Union.

Upon the formation of the Con-

federacy, Benjamin received the ap-

pointment of Attorney General. His

abilities were soon demanded for

Secretary of War, a post difficult

enough for any civilian who had to

impose views and orders upon such

paladins as Lee, Jackson, Beaure-

gard, and Johnston. With mount-

ing stringencies, hardships, short

rations, and military reverses, com-

plaints ripened into criticisms

against "the Jew whom the Presi-

dent had retained at his council

table, despite the protests of the

Southern people." With the sur-

render of Roanoke Island, a Con-

gressional Committee investigated

the failure to send powder. He took

the censure stoically and refused to

reveal, for the enemy's comfort,

that he had no munitions to send.

A universal howl went up to re-

move "Judas Iscariot Benjamin."

The President had to acquiesce.

Jefferson Davis found Benjamin

indispensable. In the face of hostile

opinion, he promoted his War min-

ister to Secretary of State, a position

virtually approximating a Prime

Minister in Europe. Here Benjamin

shone at his best. The cornerstone

of his policy: recognition of the

Confederacy as a belligerent by

Brit tin and France would break the

union blockade and enable the

South to sell its cotton in Europe

and obtain armaments and supplies

essential for winning the war. Ben-

jamin's objectives seemed attain-

able until Gettysburg shattered his

dream. Thereafter the defeat of the

South was a matter of time.

Following Lee's surrender at Ap-

pomattox, Benjamin fled the coun-

try, as did other Confederate lead-

ers. After hair-breadth adventures,

including a Robinson Crusoe ship-

wreck at sea, he landed in Europe.

His wife and daughter lived in

Paris, yet he refused excellent con-

nections with French banking con-

cerns. Instead, he chose to start

anew at law practice in England.

Applying to the Benchers of Lin-

coln's Inn, he sat among 150 young-

sters, students from Oxford and

Cambridge, gravely listening to law

lectures. Even English conservatism

saw the absurdity of a 55--year-old

famous statesman and renowned

lawyer pretending to learn what he

already knew so well. After six

months, the authoriites dispensed

with the three-year course of study,

and the ex-Secretary of State was

called to the English Bar.

During leisure periods while get-

ting started in London, he wrote

and published a Treatise on the

Law of Sale of Personal Property.

Popularly known as Benjamin on

Sales, it became a standard text-

book, an authoritative work pur-

chased by practitioners in all En-

glish-speaking lands. Gradually

bench and bar began to take note

of the foreign Jewish lawyer, start-

ing at an age when many contem-

plate retirement and staging a

comeback unequalled, perhaps, in

legal annals. Appearing before the

Privy Council of Chancery Court

of the House of Lords, he argued

cases of the highest import, gener-

ally referred by brother barristers.

Phenomenal success brought him
in some years as much as $100,000

in lees, unprecedented legal earn

ings for the 1870s. From all sides

came recognition, including the ap-

pointment of Queen's Council, an
honor conferred only upon the most

distinguished lawyers. At 71 when
ready to retire, a farewell banquet

was tendered him. Graced by the

Lord Chancellor, the Lord Chief

Justice, high officials of the empire,

and the most eminent members of

the profession, Benjamin was toast-

ed and eulogized as the only man
"of whom it can be said that he held

conspicuous leadership at the Bars

of two countries."

Yet Judah P. Benjamin holds

no place of honor in Jewish tradi-

tion. With all the scintillating of

his nimble intellect, he reflects lit-

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A Mother In Israel

Accorded Signal Honor

Only in Israel can you ieel the

rhythm of the seasons in the Jewish

festivals, and then you can under-

stand how inextricably bound up

with the Land of Israel are the

Jewish people.

Rosh Hashonah is not, as one

might suppose, an arbitrary festi-

val. It coincides with the beginning

of the agricultural year. The earth

will tell you even before the calen-

dar. When I walk in my garden I

feel, at the appointed season, un-

mistakable quickening of the earth,

a certain stirring, as if the fatigue

and the heat of the summer have

been thrown off, and it is again

ready to bear. A signal mark of

faith, an instinct understanding

that there is One who orders all,

for there are still another six or

eight weeks to wait before the first

rains fall.

Perhaps it is only in this area

that the earth gives its message so

unmistakably, for I live in the

Mishnah district, the granary of

Israel, where the soil has been stud-

ied by devoted farmers from time

immemorial, without even a gap

lor the Exile. Here the Jews of

Judea settled after the fall of the

Second Temple, and only fifteen

minutes walk from my home are

the catacombs of Beth Shearirn,

where the scholar-farmers who
compiled the Mishnah lie buried.

Well before the first rains come
in October, the ground is culti-

vated and sown, and as winter

draws in on the Western Hemis-

phere, Israel prepares for its second

big growing season of the year. A
large percentage of the flowers and

vegetables grown are destined for

export. Almost every day from No-

vember until March, the)'.; is a

plane arriving in one of the capi-

tals of Europe bringing cut flowers

from Israel. Luxury vegetables and

fruits such as strawberries, egg

plants, grapes, tomatoes and pe-

cans, are exported in the same way.

The chief export of vegetables,

however, is in the form of seed.

Contracts with growers have al-

ready been made, and fields are

now being planted with vegetables

whose seeds are destined to grow
on English, French, Swiss, and
Dutch soil next year.

The failure of certain types of

seed crops in various countries is

responsible for emergency orders.

When Holland's floods disrupted

its normal supply of bulbs and
seeds, Israel was called upon to

grow seeds for countries usually

supplied by Holland and, in some
cases, for Holland itself.

Not only nature but the Torah
lays down laws for the land. That
is why devout farmers in Israel, and
the religious kibbutzim who try to

order their lives according to the

word of the Law, are finding them-

selves in a quandry at this very

moment. We are now entering a

year of shemita — a seventh year

during which the land must lie fal-

low, according to a strict injunction

in the Torah. But how can farmers

cease to work their land for a whole

year? What will they and their live-

stock live on if they stop sowing

and reaping?

The only advice the Torah gives

is that in the year preceding the

shemita, the farmers must raise

enough tor three years, since one

year's cessation of planting means

that two years will actually pass

before they can eat of their harvest

again. That advice doesn't help

much, because the farmers of Israel,

like farmers everywhere, are al-

ways "auf tsuris," and are just

struggling along as it is. There are

indications that during the time of

the Second Temple farmers in Is-

rael did observe the shemita, but

how they managed it remains a

mystery.

II King Solomon was really right,

and there is nothing new under the

sun, perhaps our ancestors tided

themselves over by the use of hy-

droponics, for that is the great hope

for this year. Orthodox kibbutzim

The Challenge of the Maccabean
Spirit

Chanukah—5719. Two thousand, one hundred and thirteen

years have passed since the Maccabean victory. Generations

have come and gone; civilizations have risen and disappeared;

new sources of energy and power have been discovered; radical

changes have taken place in many aspects of life — yet the prob-

lem of the Jew has remained the same . . . even as it was in the

days of the Maccabees. It is RELIGIOUS FREEDOM.

Stripped of all side issues, the struggle of the Maccabees
was for freedom from religious oppression. It was the first in-

stance in recorded history when a people insisted that, though
small in number, it had the right to worship the God it believed

in.

It is well to note that ever since the coming of Alexander
the Great, as long as they were not disturbed religiously, the

Jews accepted calmly and resignedly foreign political control

over their land. They recognized the hopelessness of their situ-

ation and submitted. Alexander himself wisely instituted a

policy of non-interference in the religious affairs of his subjects.

To use modern terminology, he introduced the principle of

"separation of church and state." But along came the totali-

tarian Antiochus. Nothing but a monolithic empire will do.

"And they gave orders that the people of Judea should forsake

the law and the covenant." It was then that the Jewish people

rose up and rebelled. That all the people under Antiochus'

jurisdiction submitted, meant little to them. In matters of re-

ligion, it is the individual conscience that counts.

Let the father of the Maccabean clan speak: "Mattathias

answered and spoke with a loud voice: Though all the nations

that are under the king's domain obey him and fall away each

one from the religion of his fathers, yet will I and my sons and
my brethren walk in the covenant of our fathers."

The makers of the Constitution of our country, too, were
fully aware of the crucial role of religion in life and recognized
that to build a durable democratic society RELIGIOUS FREE-
DOM must be guaranteed, and "a wall of separation between
church and state" must be erected. And it has worked well. We
have managed thus far to avoid bitter religious conflicts and
sectarian strife that have afflicted other parts of the world.

But of late the voice of the tyrannical majority has been
heard in our land, and attempts have been made to ally the

state with the religion of the majority. The primary target is

public education. "Shall a small minority keep religion out of

the schools? is the cry most often heard. Not the termnology
"small minority," as if principles are to be determined by size

and number. These well-intentioned people fail to realize that

the primary aim of constitutional government is the protection

of individuals and minorities.

Some of our lay "protective" organizations of the sha-sha

variety have been flirting with the idea of compromise and
speak of an acceptable "moral code." To them we say, even as

Mattathias of old said to his contemporaries, in fundamentals
there is no compromise. We stand firmly on the principle of

separation of church and state. Without it, there can be no
religious freedom.

Let the observance Chanukah strengthen our determina-

tion to fight for religious freedom and to insist that "separation

of church and state" shall prevail.

Merger

The general pattern seems to have been reversed in Zanes-

ville, Ohio, where the Conservative Beth Abraham Congrega-

tion has recently merged with the Reform Findley Avenue
Temple. The more usual procedure has been the emergence
of a Reform, or a Conservative group as an entity from a con-

gregation thai had previously been united.

From the points on which agreement has been reached, it

would seem that Conservative practices will dominate the new-

ly merged group. For example, "dietary laws will be observed

at all the congregation's social and religious functions, and no
smoking will be permitted anywhere in the congregation's new
building or on its grounds on the Sabbath or holy days.

"Yarmulkes must be worn at services but other forms of

head coverings may not.

"The Conservative congregation's present educational

standard . . . will be maintained."

Simon P. Friedman, Beth Abraham rabbi, will be the spir-

itual leader of the merged group.

The only concession to Reform seems to be the provision

which states, "The new congregation will install and use wher-

ever possible the organ to be transferred from the Findley

Avenue Temple under the direction of the rabbi and the re-

ligious committee."
j

There have been, over the recent years, some talk of Re-

form and Conservative merger. We recall one instance, at a

Wildacres Institute of Judaism, conducted under B'nai B'rith

auspices, where a Reform and a Conservative rabbi, members
of the faculty, had seemed to be in such close agreement that

some of the more enthusiastic students felt that history was
about to be made. The general opinion seems to be that the

tune is not yet ripe for such a radical step, if it will ever be. In

our own humble opinion, the combination, while it might be a

good thing in a given local situation, would not be advisable on

a broad scale.

We believe that diversity in viewpoint has been an impor-

tant factor in the interest in Judaism. It has been our observa-

tion that where there has been a split in a congregation, out of

which two groups have emerged, one a Reform, the other Con-

servative, the interest in Judaism in the community has been

strengthened. One of the main reasons for this is the spirit of

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Chanukah
7east ofDedication

By Rabbi David Goldberg

Extracts From "Holidays For American Judaism" —My Permission of Bookman
Associates, N. Y.

In addition to the three Pilgrim-

age Festivals of Pesach, Shavuoth,

and Succoth, and the two Holy

Days of Rosh Hashanah and Yom
Kippur, the Jewish religious cal-

endar calls also for the observance

of two minor holidays. One of them

is Chanukah, the "Feast of Dedica-

tion," known also as the Feast of

Lights; the other is Purim, the

Feast of Lots. They are designated

as 'minor holidays" because they do

not call for anything like the

" Solemn assemblies" or 'holy con-

vocations" the pilgrimage festivals

call for. And, moreover, there is no

call for abstaining from work on

either Chanukah or Purim, even for

the most Orthodox. There is only

an appropriate prayer added to the

ordinary religious service of the day.

This prayer mentions the particular

events to be celebrated; and a spe-

cial ceremony symbolizes each of

them. This is about Chanukah, the

Feast of Lights or the Feast of Ded-

ication. That last work a literal

translation of the Hebrew word

Chanukah.

Now, the strange thing is that

there is no mention at all of a

Chanukah festival in the Bible, of a

Feast of Dedication or of a Feast

of Lights. What brought it into our

religious calendar, then; and why
do we speak of it as though it were

a Biblically ordained holiday, al-

most like any of the Pilgrimage fes-

tivals? Why, for instance, do we say

in the benediction over the Chan-

ukah candles, "Praised be Thou, O
Lord our God, Ruler of the Uni-

verse, for having commanded us to

kindle the lights of Chanukah?"

Where did God command us to do

that, if the name of the holiday is

not even mentioned in the Bible?

The answer is that it got into our

religious calendar to commemorate
an important event which really

took place, athough not recorded

in the Bible—the heroic fight for

religious freedom which a handful

of Jews, under the inspiration of

the Priest Mattahias and his five

sons, carried on against the greatly

superior forces of the pagan Greco-

Syrian king, Antiochus Epiphanes,

who was then the ruler of Judea.

The struggle took place in Judea

around the year 168-165 before our

Common Era, or about 235 years

before the destruction of the Second

Temple by the Romans. The story

is recorded in the First Book of the

Maccabees (I Maccabees), portions

of which are included in the even-

ing service of the Sabbath that falls

within the week of Chanukah; for

Chanukah is celebrated eight days,

and therefore one of them inevit-

ably must be a Sabbath.

The story recounts the great suf-

ferings of the Jews of Judea under

that king, who thought of himself

as a god and tried to force all his

subjects to recognize and worship

him as such. The story records also

the uncomplimentary fact that some

Jews yielded to the pressures of that

mad king. The First Book of the

Maccabees also tells us how, at last,

the faithful ones, under the inspira-

tion of Mattathias, took a firm

stand in behalf of their religion and

turned the tables on their oppres-

sors.

From Mattathias, the leadership

passed on to Judah, who was his

third son and who was said to be

able to deliver hammer-like blows

to an enemy; wherefore he was

called Maccabee, derived from the

Hebrew word "makkeveth," which

means "hammer." Because of

Judah's successful leadership in the

battles against Antiochus' armies,

his nickname "Maccabee" spread to

the rest of Mattathias' sons and

became a sort of family name of

the descendants of the five broth-

ers; although, orginally, the family

of Mattathias and his descendants

were known as Hasmoneans, or

"rich squires"—and by that name,

and not by the name of "Mac-

cabees," is the illustrious family

referred to in the Chanukah prayer

which is still used by Orthodox

Jews. This is a point to be remem-

bered in connection with what we
still have to learn about Chanukah.

Under the leadership of Judah

the Maccabee, then, and under the

leadership of his brother Jonathan

who succeeded him, the struggle for

religious liberty was brought to a

successful close three years after it

had begun.

From that time on, Jews have

been celebrating Chanukah for

eight days, "in gladness and thanks-

giving," later adopting the cere-

mony of lighting one candle on the

first night, two candles on the sec

ond night, three on the third night,

and so on until on the last night

eight candles are lighted. This fain-

WHO IS A JEW?
Lots o£ furious talk is going on

in Israel on the question: "Who is

a Jew? What are the qualifications

on which a citizen of Israel may

register himself as a Jew? A couple

of angry Orthodox members of the

Israeli government's cabinet have

ALFRED SEGAL

resigned because the question

wasn't officially answered in accord-

ance with their way of thinking.

To settle the problem, the Israeli

government had handed down a

definition: That a Jew is "person

who bona fide declares himself Jew-

ish and not belonging to any other

religion." By this definiaion he

may register Jewishly.

Well, those two Orthodox cabi-

net members didn't like that at all.

They and many others of the strict-

ly Orthodox in the land of Israel

insisted that to be rightfully regis-

tered as a Jew a person must meet

certain tests according to Jewish

law out of the Torah.

So the argument continues in Is-

rael . . . Who is a Jew? . . . and

has spread over to our side of the

world . . . dinner table talk over

here ... to the columns of the

American Jewish press ... to the

mouth of this Segal. Only the other

day Segal was approached by a

rabbi . . . "And what do you, Segal,

say a Jew is?"

Segal had a quick answer. He had

just read it in the Wisconsin Jewish

Chronicle of Milwaukee. The
Chronicle's editor had written: 'We

like Prime Minister Ben-Gurion's

assertion that the essence of Jew-

ishness is to be found in Psalm 15

which defines a Jew as 'he that

walketh uprightly and worketh

righteousness, and speaketh truth

in his heart; that hath no slander

upon his tongue, nor doeth evil to

his fellow; nor taketh up a reproach

against his neighbor; in whose eyes

a vile person is displeased, but he

honoreth them that fear the Lord."

But the rabbi struck back with

reproach . . . "Is that all Ben-Gu-

rion knows about being a Jew? And,

Segal, is that all you know about

it . . . you who write a column

for Jews? If thats all you know

about it, you're scarcely qualified

for column-writing. For the good of

Jewish life you'd better retire, And,

if that's all there is to being a Jew,

how good a Jew are you? Do you

really behave in accordance with

the instruction Psalm 15 gives?

Segal laughed tolerantly at this

. . . "Anyway, I try," he replied. I

do fall down on the teaching ot

that Psalm ever so often ... I find

myself despising somebody for no

reason but that I disagree with

him ... or, as I did only the other

day, occasionally spread evil gossip

that I've heard ... or I look down
on some people whom I regard as

occupants of a lower stratum. But,

anyway, my dear rabbi, I do try to

live up to the teaching of that

Psalm, even though I flunk at it oc-

casionally. That's something to my
Jewish credit . . . just trying, isn't

it?"

I took the rabbi by his arm and

walked down the street with him.

"Well, Segal," he said, "still I say

you don't understand the full mean-

ing of being a Jew. Only the other

day I saw you entering, without any

sense of shame, a restaurant that

I'm sure isn't all kosher. Were you

being Jewish then? I tell you frank-

ly: If I had anything to say in the

government of Israel I wouldn't

permit one of your kind to register

as a Jew in Israel."

"But, my dear rabbi" I replied,

"that Psalm doesn't say a thing

about the kind of restaurant I

should eat in as a good Jew. It tells

me to walk uprightly and to work

at righteousness and to speak the

truth out of my heart, and to keep

my tongue clean of slander ... all

that sort of good. And I agree with

Mr. Ben-Gurion and with the edi-

tor of the Wisconsin Jewish Chron
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icle that by trying so to behave I

may arrive at the summit of being

Jewish . . . that is, to the very top

of Sinai, even though I stumble

and fall ever so often on the way."

The time came for the rabbi and

me to go our separate ways. He

shook my hand . . . "Well, Segal,"

he said, "you do seem to have some-

thing Jewish in you but you have

a long way to go to earn God's fa-

vor as a Jew who lives fully by the

Laws He gave us in the Five Books

of the Torah. I still am not sure I

would let you be registered as a

Jew in Israel."

We parted, and I keep going with

Mr. Ben-Gurion and with the editor

of the Wisconsin Jewish Chronicle

who in the second and last para-

graph of his editorial wrote that in

Psalm 15 "is a standard of ethical

conduct, and what else is religion,

but that lofty inspiration of good-

ness and truth and humility?"

I thank both Ben-Gurion and

the editor for their good Jewish

companionship.

went to Australia in 1941 to serve

as chaplain in the Australian

Army until 1945.

Upon discharge from the army,

he served as associate rabbi at Tem-
ple Beth Israel, Melbourne, Aus-

tralia's oldest and largest Reform
congregation.

In 1947, on leave of absence from

Melbourne, Rabbi Asher was called

by the World Union for Progressive

Judaism to serve a a special envoy

to the remaining Jewish communi-

ties in the British and French Zones

of Western Germany.. He establish-

ed the first post-war liberal congre-

gations in Germany, in Cologne,

Bohn, and Berlin.

During the first part

of his stay in America, he studied

at the Hebrew Union College and

the Graduate School of the Univer-

sity of Cincinnati.

Sholom in Sarasota, Florida, and

from 1956 ,t<3 ; date, Temple Emanu-

el, Tuscaloosa, Alabama.

He is presently on the faculty of

the University of Alabama, Depart-

ment of Linguistics. He is lecturer

for the Jewish Chatauqua Society.

Rabbi Asher is a contributor to

numerous Anglo-Jewish periodicals.

Also, he is co-author of A Child's

History of Australian Jewry.

ily home ceremony is preceded by

special blessings and, in the Or-

thodox prayerbook, is followed by

the declaration that "These candles

are sacred to us; and we light them

not for ordinary use to see by, but

only to look at them attentively and

reverently, out of gratitude for the

wonders of salvation Thou has

wrought for us."

Why the candles? Because the

candle flame, or the light of an

oil lamp, from very early days, was

accepted in Prophetic Judaism as

a symbol of spiritual alertness and

steadfastness, as having its source

in God Himself, as it were, and as

kindling also the soul of men. "The
lamp of the Lord is the spirit of

man," says that poet in the Bible

—meaning that the soul of man is

lighted by God, by the Light that

God Himself is. Lighting the

"lamp," therefore, or the candles,

is an excellent ceremony for an oc-

casion which celebrates the restora-

tion of religious freedom and spirit-

ual independence.

natural explanation is that, since

Chanukah was to be a festival of

"gladness and thanksgiving," it was

reasonable to model it as far as

possible after the already establish-

ed thanksgiving festival of Succoth,

which was also celebrated for eight

clays. This is the version which is

generally accepted by Reform Jews.

The other reason is based on the

legend that when the victorious

Maccabees finally cleansed the

Temple of the pagan defilements

and were ready to rededicate it to

the One God, they needed, accord-

ing to the Biblical prescription,

pure olive oil, uncontaminated by

idol worship, to rekindle the perpet-

ual light which the heathens had

extinguished; and they found only

a small container of that oil, which

normally would last for only one

day. But a miracle was wrought

for them; and what seemed a one-

day supply of oil lasted for eight

days, during which time they were

able to get more sacred oil from

other sources. In this version, gen-

erally accepted by Orthodox Jews,

the length of Chanukah was deter-

mined by that miracle.

However, one important question

arises here. The First Book of Mac-

cabees (I Maccabees), upon which

our observance of the holiday is

based, belongs to a group of writ-

ings which the Jews of that period

considered as of lesser importance

than the books of the Bible. This

book was therefore left out of the

Bible.

There are fourteen books of that

kind; and they all go by the general

name of Apocrypha, meaning "hid-

den," "secret," or 'put aside" for

only private reading—at any rate,

containing more legend or imagina-

tion than fact—and the Chanukah
story is one of them. Since the story

took place about two hundred

thirty-five years before the destruc-

tion of the Second Temple by the

Romans—which occurred about the

time that the question of which

books were worthy of being in-

cluded in the Bible was still being

discussed by the ancient Rabbis-

why was the story of Chanukah not

taken into the Bible family of

books, but left instead to join the

Apocrypha family? Could it be that

the story was not all true, or, if

true, was not considered at the time

of very great importance?

From all evidence, the incident

on which the story of Chanukah is

based actually did take place, and

Phone
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the victory it relates was indeed a

very important one. But we may
assume that the wise and learned

Teachers of Judaism did not quite

approve of the way the story of

the victory was told in that First

Book of the Maccabees. It sounded

to them, in many places, as if the

military victory of the Maccabees

was emphasized above the spiritual

victory that resulted from it; and

altogether it sounded to them like

a glorification of Judah the Mac
cabee and his brothers, instead of a

glorification of religious freedom.

That would explain not only why

the Rabbis of the time excluded the

Chanukah story from the Bible, but

also why, for centuries after they

made no mention in their writings

of the victory of the Maccabees—

indeed, no mention at all of Judah

the Maccabee and his military

triumph—either in the Misnah, a

work concluded some 365 years

after t" e event that gave birth to

Chanukah, or in the Gemara, a

work completed some three centur-

ies after the Misnah. There is men-

tion, however, of the miracle of

Chanukah and its spiritual signifi-

cance, but no mention whatever of

Judah and Maccabees and their

military victories. There may have

been even a silent resentment that

the celebration itself should have

been ordered by "Judah and his

brethren," instead of by God, as

all the holidays in the Bible (ex-

cept Purim) were commanded.

The truth is, the learned and far-

sighted Teachers of Judaism did

have reason to be concerned over

the fact that a military victory was

won by a family of priests and was

so recorded in their name. For a

military victory on the battlefield,

especially in those days, was but a

stepping-stone to the throne, to

political power. What kind of polit-

ical rulers would priests make? In

the Mosaic and Prophetic teachings,

the priest was to be dedicated to a

spiritual ministry exclusively and

was to exercise no political or

military authority whatsoever. The
priest and the Tevite—for they were

of the same tribe and consecrated to

the same service—were not even to

share in the worldly possession of

the rest of the people, were to have

"no portion nor inheritance with

his brethren, for the Lord is his

inheritance." How would the Mac-

cabees behave, if they ever rose to

political power? The sages had mis-

givings about it, and therefore omit-

t:d reference to the military victory

ol the Maccabees and stressed in-

stead "the Miracle of Chanukah,"

\ hidi was their way of stressing the

spiritual significance of it.

It was just as well that they did

for it very soon turned out that the

Maccabees were sacrificing their

sacred priestly office to royal ambi-

tions. The records of the Hasmon-

ean rulers in the last years of Judea,

with the exception of the record of

Simon, were as bad as the records

ol the kings of Israel and Judah

before the Babylonian exile. Their

whole ambition was to expand their

domains, irrespective of whether

it was good or bad for the people,

so that they could parade before

the world as great rulers. Their

political story is one of treachery,

corruption, fratricide, and assassina-

tion. Nor were the Maccabean

rulers tolerant of the religions of

the people they conquered, al-

though they had once expected rel-

igious tolerance from their conquer-

ors. One of them, Hyrcanus by"

name, forced the Idumeans—a peo-

ple living south of Judea—to accept

Judaism; while his son, Aristobulus,

similarly forced Judaism upon a

people living north of Judea, in-

cluding a section of Lebanon.

It is well to know this, especialy

in view of the tendency among some

Jews in later years to revive the

"Between the Star and the Cross" *

MAJOR WILLIAM LICHTMAN ABOUT TO TEST PILOT A JET

At the risk of being trite, I would

place Major Lichtman's novel with

the few other books which I felt

that I could not put down without

reading it through. And I believe

that this would have still been true

if I were not as much interested

in the subject matter as I am.

The reason is "pace." This first

novel, admittedly autobiographical,

holds your intense interest because

it keeps up a rapid fire of incident

upon incident—plus a permeating

philosophy of peace and good will

among all peoples of the world.

The central character is Leon
Baker, born on the lower East Side

of Manhattan, who, at an early age

learns the difficulties of growing

up as a Jew. In order to help sup-

port his mother and younger sister,

he turns to the prize-ring, until

this takes its toll of his physique

and he finally quits.

With the advent of World War
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2, Leon enlists in the Royal Air

Force, and subsequently in the

United States Army Air Force.

The period covered by the main
portion of the novel is just prior

to the establishment of the State

of Israel. Arms, planes, ammuni-
tion, are being smuggled into Israel

from stategic points in Europe.

Motivated by his sympathy with the

people of Israel, and what they are

trying to bring about, rather than

any financial consideration, he be-

comes a part of thai operation. Ul-

timately, he lands in Israel where
he plays a prominent part in the

country's battle for independence,

as a so called "mercenary."

All through the story is a revolt

agains the idea that there must be

a never-ending struggle between the

followers of the Star of David, and
the Cross. All of the hero's thoughts

are dominated by the hope that the

differences between the Star and
the Cross can be reconciled.

Romantic interest is provided by

Mildred Davis, a sabra, who at first

bitterly resents Leon because he is

a "mercenary," fighting, not for

principle, but for money. * With
characteristic sabra independence,

she takes the stand that Israel will

work out its own salvation, without

outside help.

There is the usual amount of

erotic material in the book, which,

while distasteful to me personally,

I do not hold too much against the

author, because it seems to be a

necessary part of to-day's fiction to

be successful. This seems to be

particularly true when the story

involves men in uniform.

A good reviewer does not jeop-

ardize the author's opportunity to

sell his book by telling too much
of the story. We will therefore

leave it to the reader to complete

the narrative. And we believe that

there will be many readers, because

the book tells a good story in a

workman-like manner.

Major Lichtman started flying

when he was going on !8, and he

is now 36. When England went
iO war with Germany, he enlisted

in the Royal Air Force, and when
the United States entered the con-

flict, he went over to the United

States Army Air Force. He had a

total of 200 missions in World
War I, and shot down eight planes.

Prior to his active participation

in the Israel hostilities, in which

lie had 61 missions, with seven

Arab planes to his credit, he flew

supplies to Israel from Europe.

He returned to active military dutv

in the Korean episode where he

had 97 missions and three planes

to his credit.

Between the Star and the Cross

is his third novel, the two preced-

ing ones being Hot Pilot for Sale,

and Keep Your Eye On The Sun.

He is at present working on still

a fourth.

The major is not married and

is testing aircraft for the Air Force

at Edwards Air Force in California.

At A Funeral

How long should a rabbi make

a funeral service? And how long

should the rabbi speak the funeral

sermon? And how closely should

he stick to the facts of the dead

person's life? (Yes. I've, attended

funerals of which people after-

ward said, "Oh, the exact truth

about a man doesn't seem to fit

into a funeral service. You know, 1

half expected our dead friend to

sit up and ask, 'My dear sir, is it

me you're talking about?' ")

I myself, though, fee! it's all

right to speak only good of a

dead man. as much good as is

honestiv possible; God Himself

knows all about the man.

I come to these meditations by

reason of ;> recent experience of

my own at a certain funeral in our

town. You see, I was the rabbi of

the occasion, you might say, at the

final service for an old lady. She

had had no congregational or

rabbinical associations during her

lifetime.

So her h i ends picked me to be

the unordained rabbi for the ob-

sequies ... to give her farewell . . .

10 speak up to God in her behalf

... to say some words about her

life. Havinp been so designated. I

pondered on how to do ii . . on

what Scripture to read in her be

half ... on what to say about her

. . . how long to stretch out the

occasion.

1 resolved to make it short. 1

asked myself, isn't the agony of

most funeral services prolonged

Loo far? Why those long speech.es?

The person in the casket isn't in

the least interested and the Lord

lor whose attention the service is

being given knew this person far

better than any one at the funeral

. . certainly much better than tlie

officiating rabbi. (The sad fact is

that in these times of congrega-

tions so large, a rabbi just can't

know them all intimately or even

casually, as is often the case.)

So, this rabbi Segal decided

to keep it all down short . . . not

that he himself was in any hurry.

The funeral occurred at an hour

when his own day's work was done.

He had plenty of time. But funer-

;1 agony must be reduced

He did not stand apart from

the small congregation of mourn-

ers: he stood himself almost among

them. He began by saying that he

hoped this was really a happy end-

ing for the life of the old lady.

"As we all know," he said, "she

lived a most unhappy life ... a

troubled existence. How often she

told each of us, her friends that

she desired to die toward a happy

ending of it all . . . toward peace

and rest.

"Well, let's hope this is the

happy ending for her."

That was about all this tempor-

ary rabbi Segal had to say of this

life. He could feel comfortable be-

cause he wasn't presiding at a fu-

neral that was tragic. Nobody there

was crying because we knew that

for a long, long time she had been

looking forward lo this ending.

Yet, this was a death that had

been philosophically accepted by

ihis woman through many years.

And having mentioned her

happy ending, Segal recited the

?3rd Psalm by way of suggesting

what the happy ending might be

like. "The Lord is my shepherd; I

shall not want . . . He maketh me
io lie down in green pastures. He
leadeth me beside the still water

... He restoreth my soul . . . Yea,

though I walk through the valley

of the shadow of death, I will fear

no evil, for Thou art with me . . .

Thou preparest a table before me
in the presence of mine enemies;

Thou anointest my head with oil:
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my cup runneth over . . • Surely

goodness and mercy shall follow

me all the day, and I will dwell in

the house of the Lord forever."'

"Yes," Segal said to the unhappy

lady's friends at this funeral,

"that's a lovely picture of happy

ending and let's hope she's seeing

it."

A portion of Psalm 90 also ws
read . . . "So teach us to number

our days that we may apply our

hearts unto wisdom . . • O satisfy

us early with thy mercy." Segal

thought these verses could have

served the old lady well in her

long-time unhappiness . . . Then

kaddish was said . . and then out

to the grave . . . and that was all.

It all took less than 10 minutes

and isn't that long enough for any

funeral? Why all that stretched

out agony of many a funeral? Why,
really, those long funeral sermons

about which those dead, if they

could hear, would wonder if all

ihat's being said about them really

was true?

I like the Episcopalians' way of

saying good-bye to their dead. No
sermons or tributes at all. I recall

die funeral of one of our renown-

ed Episcopalian rectors that I at-

tended several years ago: Some

praying, a Psalm, no sermon!

When it was over the whole con-

gregation arose to march behind

the casket, singing a jovous hymn
that was like a marching song.

Twenty-five Years
Twenty-five years is an appreciable part of an individual's

lifetime—more than a third of the three-score-and-ten span, as

mentioned in the Bible. It is also a respectable age for an

Anglo-Jewish publication. The American Jewish Times-Out-

look reaches this important milestone in 1959.

Much water has gone over the dam since, in 1934, the late

Harry Sabel and David Bernstein produced the first issue of

what was then the American Jewish Times. Subsequently, in

1950, this magazine was consolidated with the Southern Jewish

Outlook (a Virginia magazine established likewise by Messrs.

Sabel and Bernstein in 1946), as the American Jewish Times-

Outlook.

The intervening quarter-century has witnessed many
trials and tribulations, not alone in Jewish circles, but in the

world at large as well. We have seen intermittent warfare, the

annihilation of six million European Jews, and on the brightei

side, the emergence of the State of Israel.

The Times-Outlook , without attempting to be a news-

paper, (a monthly publication cannot very well be that) has

attempted to bring to its readers the high lights of Jewish
interest in that period. Editorials, and feature articles have
been presented in an effort to reflect the best opinions on
leading Jewish issues. Those, together with the news of the

various communities in the Carolinas and Virginia which the

magazine serves, has been the field which we have regarded

as our responsibility.

As we face the beginning of, for us. a new era, we pledge

ourselves to a continuance of this service. Your understand-

ing and cooperation, so well given in the past, will be an impor-

tant part of our ability to carry on.

The Biblical Concept of Gratitude
Guest Editorial By MEYER SCHWARTZ

(This editorial is based on an address which Rabbi Schwartz

made before the Reno Rotary Club just prior to Thanksgiving.)

It has aptly been said "From King David one can learn

to give thanks for everything. Every furrow in the Book of

Psalms is sown with the seeds of thanksgiving."

In Psalm 92, the Psalmist said. "It is good to give thanks

unto the Lord." Thanksgiving is absolutely essential for our

morale. It is wholesome and satisfying, giving one a sense of

perspective and reality. It is conducive to happiness that we
count our blessings, that Ave be appreciative and thankful,

even for small mercies.

We should be mindful, that God and the world do not

owe us anything. Even as we thank our human parent for

every gift that we receive, for every meal that is placed before

us, so should we thank our Heavenly Father for every gift and
advantage which has been bestowed upon us.

We are the guests of God and He is a bountiful Host to

us. "My cup runneth over" as the twenty-third Psalm aptly

expresses it. This liberality of blessings certainly applies to us

who are living in this land of freedom and abundance and
opportunity.

The Jack Horner attitude of feeling oneself a "good boy,"

or a good man, because one has managed to pull out a few

plums from life's pie, is not in the Biblical spirit of thanks

giving. This applies to nations as well as men.

The true spirit of religious thanksgiving is always ac-

companied by humility.

The Old 1 esiament concept is that by our own efforts

we must strive to lay the foundation of success, we must be
junior partners and co-workers with God, as it were.

And so we should be grateful, not only for material bless-

ings. We should likewise be thankful for health, for vigor ol

body and mind, for the beauty of the world, for the wonders
of human achievement, for knowledge, for skill of hand or

brain, for fellowship and friendship.

What is the Biblical basis of the Thanksgiving Festival?

Referring to the three joyous Pilgrim festivals, the second

and third of these festivals are designated harvest festivals in

the Book of Exodus. The festival of Shevous, or Weeks, occur

ring seven weeks after the advent of Passover, represents the

wheat harvest and also the festival of the first ripe fruits. The
festival of Sukkos or Booths which occurs in the early fall,

two weeks after the Jewish New Year, represents the complete
ingathering, the overall harvest of all fruits and crops. This
was a week-long harvest festival of thanksgiving, and it is still

observed by Jews throughout the world.

In the Book of Deuteronomy the injunction of the Suk-

kos Harvest Festival is worded thus (chapter i(>, verse 13, ff):

"You shall keep the feast of booths seven days, when you
make your ingathering from your threshing floor and your
wine press. You shall rejoice in your feast. For seven days you
shall keep the fcast . . . because the Lord your God will bless

you in all your produce and in all the work of your hands, so

that you will be altogether joyful."

In the year 1621, Governor William Bradford, who in-

cidentally was a keen student of the Hebrew language and
even wrote Hebrew, proclaimed a day of thanksgiving for the

Pilgrim fathers. The first Puritan Thanksgiving was pro-

claimed almost ten years later in October, 1632, in honor of

a bountiful harvest.

It is interesting to note that the Puritans did not observe

Thanksgiving in November as did the Pilgrim Fathers but

in the month of October which is generally the month in

which the Biblical Sukkos festival occurs. Next year in 1959
the last day of the Sukkos Thanksgiving festival, will be Octo-

ber the 23rd.

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Dr. Zhivago"
A Jewish Dissent
By Jacob Glaistein

No recent novel has aroused such extensive comment and widespread
enthusiasm as Roris Pasternak's "Dr. Zhivago." The author's courag* in
voicing his anti-Communist views has tended, however, to obscure the fact
that the work contains some bitter assaults on the aspirations of the Jewish
people to maintain and perpetuate its identity. In th^ foflowing article, Jacob
Glatstein, a distinguished Yiddish poet, essayist and critic, boldly examines
the anti-Jewish animus and "missionary zeai" which permeate the book. The
article originally appeared in the December 8 issue of Congress Weekly, a
publication of the American Jewish Congress. We ar^ reprinting it in the hope
that it will lead to a closer and more candid scrutiny of Pasternak's views on
Jewish life and history. THE EDITOli

In his column in the New York

Times Book Review (November g),

Donald Adams has added his voice

to the growing swell of critical

hosannas being accorded Boris

Pasternak and his sensational Dr.

Zhivago. Mr. Adams, in the course

of his raptures, pauses to discuss

the author himself. "Although born

a Jew," he tells us, ' Pasternak, in

Dr. Zliivago, proclaims his present

adherence to a Christian faith; by

nature a seeker after truth and a

strong believer in the value of the

human individual, he has lived

through a time when that belief

has been trampled upon."

Is this not a remarkable sequence

of ideas? We are told about Paster-

nak's Jewish origins and his ac-

ceptance of Christianity; and all

this is linked with his passionate

zeal for truth and individuality.

Mr. Adams may, of course, simply

have condensed into one sentence

a number of facts, but he has left

the unmistakable inference that

when a Jew is an inveterate seeker

after truth, his Odyssey must inevit-

ably lead him to accept Christian-

ity.

There is, to be sure, not a single

line in the entire book from which

one can derive directly the knowl-

edge that Boris Pasternak, son of

the famous Jewish artist who paint-

ed Bialik and Weizmann, Leonid

Pasternak, has actually submitted

to conversion or that he urges other

Jews to follow suit. But, like any

other intelligent reader who knows
the ways novelists have of present-

ing personal opinion lightly dis-

guised as speeches of their principal

characters, Mr. Adams has arrived

at a proper surmise. It is not

Pasternak's Jewish hero in Dr.

Zhivago, Misha Gordon, who pro-

claims his rejection of Judaism and
his passionate acceptance of Christi-

anity, but Pasternak himself, using

Gordon as his mouthpiece.

How is one to explain the grat-

uitous and embittered attacks on

Jews and Judaism that disfigure

the novel? The passages that deal

with Jews are grafted onto the body

of the text and, il anything, impede

the novel's grand sweep. Surely,

there must be an explanation tor

these extraneous, obtrusive pas-

sages. It is easy to dismiss them as

merely incidental to the author's

grand design, but they plainly re-

veal a missionary zeal and anti-

Jewish bias (hat cannot be lightly

disregarded.

I realize that many intellectual

Jews will find such talk about

Pasternak hard to swallow. This is

not the first instance where such

intellectuals have apologized in

elegant dialectics tor the derelic-

tions of a converted Jew who has

made his mark as an artist or has

keen stamped as a great moral

force. Such apologetics are never in

order for a crasser level of mesh-

umadim-i but are imperative for

those whose artistic, intellectual

success in the world seems to de-

mand an entirely different stand-

ard of judgm nt, a tolerance that

tLes not stretch to the ordinary

mortal. As for this writer, a blatant

piece of ant
i-
Jewish writing re-

mains so whether trumpeted by the

ignorant or adeptly interwoven into

a work of art.

Indeed, the latter antagonist who
reviles the Jewish people, declares

war on its faith, denies it the right

to national existence and survival,

is the more dangerous precisely be-

cause of his reputation and renown.

Certainly it is obligatory on the

Jew who resents such assaults to

strike back even if in doing so he

breaks a few of the tolerance com-

mandments that are enjoined on

the vie: and never on the a

gressor. To tail to take note of the

anti-Jewish venom which streaks

the pages ol Dr. Zhivago — specifi-

cally certain speeches of Gordon
and Lara, Zhivago's mistress—and
to fail to reprove its author is a

plain failure of moral responsibilty

on the part of Jews.

Let us examine some of the key

themes and specific observations

in Dr Zhivago which bear on Paster-

nak's attitudes toward the Jews.

Early in the book, the dominant

Christian motifs are introduced.

Uncle Kolya, Zhivago's uncle and

also a writer, lectures a visitor on

the unique values of Christianity.

Jesus, the learned uncle says, usher-

ed in a new dimension of historical

consciousness. He diverted the at-

tention which was concentrated on
the group, the nation, the people,

and turned it to the precious in-

dividual sold, to "the idea of the

free personality and the idea of

life as sacrifice." For the first time

he rescued man from the rest of

nature and inaugurated a society

that was truly human. The teach-

ings of Judaism about the sanctity

of the individual, whi h long ante-

date the coming of Jes;:s, are wholly

ignored.

The tolerant Jewish intellectual

may, of course, assert that Paster-

nak has a right to his passionate

Christian convictions, to exposit

them, and indeed urge his readers

to embrace the Christian faith.

Some of the intellecuals have ven-

tured the opinion that Pasternak is

in direct descent from Tolstoy,

whose spiritual and artistic disciple

the author of Dr. Zhivago is made
out to be. Perhaps—were it not for

the fact that Pasternak finds it ne-

cessary to employ his Chrisianity

as a springboard from which to

launch a vicious assault on Jewish

continuity and identity.

There is the famous passage in

the book showing a Cossack mock-

ing an old Jew, humiliating him
and beating him. Yuri Andreyevich

Zhivago, the Christian who witness-

es the brutal scene in company of

his Jewish friend, Gordon, vehem-

ently denounces the pogroms and

Jewish persecutions. Pasternak, not

usually sparing of his words, con-

cludes the long account with un-

accustomed brevity — "Gordon did

not answer." But why didn't he?

Zhivago, the Christian, boils over

in righteous anger at the wanton

cruelty of pogroms. Why does the

Jew keep silent?

The answer is soon forthcoming.

Gordon, it turns out in a conversa-

tion on the following day, holds an

altogether different view on the

matter. He maintains that the Jew-

ish people itself is responsible for

pogroms. And Gordon, no longer-

terse, proceeds to deliver himself of

his — and the author's — opinions

about Jewish life. In the course

of this outburst, he clearly indicates

that his opinions derive from an

exposure to Uncle Kolya's Chris-

tian teachings. Thus, the anti- Jew-

ish tirade is made to rest directly

on the classic Christian proposi-

tion: the Jews' suffering is retribu-

tion for their rejection of Christ

as Savior. The Cossack, argues Gor-

don, is not altogether to blame
for his action. If the Jews would

only rid themselves of their incor-

rigible martyr-complex, surrender

their Jewish distinctiveness, cease

living as Jews, the Cossack would,

ipso facto, no longer find it neces-

sary to give them an occasional

boot in the seal!

This "solution" to the Jewish

problem, vulgar as it is cynical, is

1824

In Charleston, something occur-

red almost without precedent. A
lay-group initiated the first reform

of Judaism in America. It happened

in 1824 before the synagogue had

an ordained rabbi, when Charleston

possessed no scholar steeped in Jew-

ish learning. The leader of the re-

formers, Isaac Harby, was a play-

wright and schoolteacher, a critic

and journalist.

Isaac Harby was a born writer.

At 17, he showed the talent of a

youthful prodigy in composing a

tragedy of five acts. Years later an-

other play, Alberti, was considered

good enough for entertaining Pres-

ident Monroe on a visit to Charles-

ton. But writing plays could hardly

support the large families reared in

the republic's early days. His family

budget had to be supplemented

with the income of a private school.

Harby offered to slave owners' sons

arithmetic, penmanship, grammar,

elocution, geography—and to more

advanced students Latin, Greek,

geometry and composition. Virtue

and patriotism, honor and morality

were instilled gratuitously as useful

to youth when they became men.

The urge for creative writing

prompted Harby to reject the re-

wards of schoolteaching. Instead, he

became successively the publisher

or editor of several newspapers in

Charleston. His political editorials

attracted attention for fearlessness,

patriotism, and grasp of public af-

fairs. In a trenchant essay he ad-

vocated Andrew Jackson for the

presidency. A master of rhetoric, he

could use satire, humor, and right-

eous indignation with telling ef-

fect, yet preserve candor and calm

reasoning. His friend the novelist,

William Gilmore Simms, stated "he

wrote essays and orations with

spirit, grace, and effect."

Charleston was in the midst of

its golden age. A century of planta-

tion agriculture worked by slaves

had bred a landed aristocracy of

wealth and leisure. They cultivated

courtly manners and gracious liv-

ing, taste and refinement. They

boasted of a theatre and library,

yet enjoyed horse races and cock

fights, suppers and cotillions. Van
Wyck Brooks devotes a whole chap-

ter on the Charleston of this era

in his World of Washington Irving.

Yet among the writers, poets, essay-

ist, editors, and cultured lawyers of

Charleston he left out Isaac Harby,

Penina Moise, and Jacob Newton

Cardozo; these Jewish literati

should have been included.

The environment exercised a

strong influence upon the inte-

grated Jews, especially of Por-

tuguese stock. They adopted the

mores, even the dwelling code, of

the upper class, with whom they

had contacts in business, in politics,

in the professions. Educated Jews

had friendships in the literary cir-

cle. They yearned for acceptance

in this society, yet were unwilling

to sacrifice their religion. Uncon-

scious of secret assimilationist com-

plexes they were anxious to uphold

the honor and dignity of Judaism

and eager to render it comprehen-

sible and attractive. In the words of

J'a~ Harby they aimed at "order

and decency in worship, harmony

and beauty in chanting the inculca-

tion of morality and charitable sen-

timent upon individuals, and the

promotion of piety towards the

Deitv."

A memorial bearing 47 signa-

tures, drafted by Isaac Harby and

Abraham Moise, was presented to

the officers of Beth Elohini Con-

gregation. In respectful language

the document requested shortening

the long repetitious service, the

rendition in English ol important

parts in the ritual, and a regular

Sabbath discourse that would inter-

pret the ancestral faith. The peti-

tion was tabled without discussion;

the adjunta disdained event to

reply. There was nothing left to do

but organize the first "Reformed

Society of Israelites" on the Amer-

ican continent.

The mild reforms demanded by

the Charleston group have long

since been adopted by Orthodoxy.

It would therefore seem that the

inflexible leadership of Beth

Elohim is open to the charge of

Bourbonism which never concedes

an inch no matter how intelligent

the request or necessary the change.

But before condemning, several

things must be considered. The
authority vested in the Synagogue

for centuries never tolerated the in-

fraction of its rigid discipline. The

rebel would immediately feel social

pressure, the denial of religious

privileges, the scorn of community

leadership. Such was the established

practice in the Bevis Marks Syna-

gogue of London, which caused Dis-

raeli's father to withdraw from the

congregation. The naughty Sephar-

dim refused to brook changes in the

Orthodoxy that served the golden

age of Spanish Jewry, and for which

their ancestors suffered martyrdom

at the stake.

Developments soon demonstrated

that Reform meant more than

harmless changes in ritual. The

new prayerbook confirmed the in-

tuitive fears ol the Orthodox.

Harby's knowledge of the reforms

in Germany caused, perhaps, the

deletion from the Sidur of the Mes-

siah, of any return to Zion, of any

reference to the rising of the dead,

to the revival ol sacrifices in the

restored temple. The intention of

breaking away from the authority

ol the Talmud became quite ap-

parent.

The breach widened. A growing

bitterness prevented reconciliation,

and the Reformers experienced the

slings of hostility. Isaac Harby

found it difficult, perhaps impos-

sible, to earn a living for the sup-

port of his nine motherless child-

ren. Animosity probably hastened

his decision to leave Charleston for

New York and start life again at

forty. He opened a school, wrote

excellent articles for the New York

press, and died in the same year.

To the Reformers in Charleston,

the loss of Isaac Harby proved a

disaster. The group held together

for several years and even gathered

donations for building a temple.

But the inspiring force was no long-

er alive. There was no lack of intel-

ligence, character, or education

among them, yet spiritual direction

was missing. In 1833 a reconcilia-

tion was effected on the terms of

the Orthodox, and the Synagogue

welcomed its dissenting members.

Apparently, the breach was healed:

yet the spirit of reform continued

to seethe beneath the surface.

Within a decade, the Reformers

capured Beth Elohim, and this time

the Orthodox seceded. Controvers-

ies lasted another decade, but Re-

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A Mother In Israel

I understand that in the States

you can take out insurance for al-

most anything. But I bet you can't

do what I did the other day. I went

and insured myself against illness

and heartbreak in the coming year.

If I had wanted a husband, I could

have had that thrown in for the

same price. It was a real bargain.

The whole thing came to about $1.

Fifty piastres (about 25 cents) for

a candle, ten cents for a card with

a magic charm printed on it, and

the rest went in ransom to the beg-

gars who lined the steep- ascent to

the prophet Elijah's cave cut out of

a slope of Mt. Carmel, high above

the Mediterranean.

The occasion was the annual Pil-

grimage of Consolation, when more
than 1 0,000 people—men. women,

and children—came from all over

the country to ensure themselves a

year of happiness, prosperity, and

fulfillment of all wishes. Before the

1 rouble with the Arab countries,

pilgrims used to come from all over

the Middle East. It is a tradition

that goes back to the childhood of

mankind, for the Carmel has been

known as the Holy Mountain since

the beginning of histoi \

.

Throughout the centuries, Eli-

jah has been the great prophet ol

the Oriental communities. They
believe that he never died, but was

just given wings and taken up to

heaven. He still exists, therefore,

and appears whenever there is need

for him.

He is the great healer. You re-

member how he revived the wid-

ow's son. That is why people come
in the thousands at this time of the

year, bringing with them their sick

and their crippled, and those who
are mentally disturbed. The really

devout, or perhaps those who are

desperately in need, come two or

three days in advance, lugging great

bundles and baskets of food and

drink. They sleep on the floor of

the cave, a bare room 14 metres

long, 8 metres wide and 5 metres

high dug into the side of the moun-
tain; or else in the two other rooms

c ut out alongside it.

They are packed in like sardines,

men, women and children all to-

gether, wherever they can find a

place. There are Moslem men and

women among them as well, and

Druze, lor they too believe in the

healing ol the Prophet Elijah. The
heat and discomfort in there must

be terrible, for it is bad enough by

day, with he candles burning, and
the pilgrims praying. They would

probably sleep very little in any

case, for everyone is curious about

everyone else's problems, and only

too happy to talk about their own.

A record of the night's conversation

would probably rival Chaucer's Pil-

grim's tales. I was terribly temtped

to spend a night there myself, but it

would not have been much use, as I

don't know Arabic. Only those

from the Oriental communities go
in lor real cures. Even the police-

men on duty are Oriental Jews.

"Have you seen any cures?" I ask-

ed one of them. "Many are cured,"

they told me, "but only if they have

faith. There is no cure without

faith." Doesn't the most scientific

doctor or psychotherapist tell you

the same?

As we stood talking, a plump
little Jewish woman from Egypt

came up and joined our group.

They could see that I was a West-

ern Jew, and everyone was curious

to talk to me. The woman had a

little boy with her, a skinny child

of about (i. His knee was bandaged

What was the trouble, the police-

man asked her. The sore on the

boy's knee wouldn't get better, and

she had come to pray for him.

' You're a line chap,'' the police-

man sai dto him. "What's your

name?"

The little boy clung to his moth-

er's skirt and looked up at us out

of enormous eyes. "Dead," lie an-

swered.

His mother shook him. "Why do

you say that? You know it's not

nice!"

"You're going to be a kind big

policeman when you grow up,

aren't you?" the policeman said.

"Now tell me your name like a

good boy."

"Dead," the boy answered, and
calmly began to pull the pants oft

another young policeman, who
stood nearby, with his back to us.

The mother hurriedly went away
with him. "He's much better than

he was when he came two days

ago," another woman told us. "The
first day he screamed and tried to

pull the skirts off the women. Last

night he insisted on lying next to

the Prophet Elijahs altar. He slept

all night, and now you can see, he's

epiite calm." It would have been in-

teresting to have followed up the

case of the little boy, but in the

heat and the excitement, I never

thought of taking her address.

Are You Interested

In A Camp

That Serves

Jewish Children?

By The Times-Outlook Camp Expert

Can you imagine that last year,

according to the American Camp-
ing Association, 5,000,000 boys and
girls packed their suitcases and bed-

rolls and headed for camp? This

increasing demand for camping
points out clearly that summer
camps for children are highly rated

among parents and children alike.

Many advantages and virtues are

the outcome of camp lite, but of

all of these, the fact that children

have good, clean fun is the most

important. Having fun is essential

for children before they have to

accept adult responsibilities and

face the many pressures of today's

world. Choosing the right camp for

their child is one of the problems

parents face each summer. This

requires a great deal of thought

and effort on the part of the

parent. There are
1 3,000 camps in

the United States to choose from.

Each camp has its own program

and staff, is located in a particular

part of the country, and serves a

different need. Among the 13,000

resident camps for children are

camps run by agencies such as the

Boy Scouts. YMCA, Jewish Com-
munity Centers or religious groups.

There are also private camps run

by individuals geared to serve a

particular clientele. Included

among these camps are speciality

camps featuring music, ranch life,

or emphasizing one of the many
activities found in the wide range

of camping activities.

Parents will want to take into

consideration every service and fea-

ture offered by each camp and, in

addition, they want to be positively

sure that the camp they choose is

capable of serving their child's per-

sonality needs. This becomes one

of the most important features in

choosing a camp, since a child must
relate satisfactorily to the staff, the

director, and the other members
oi the camp. These inter-relation-

ships are the basis from which a

child builds a sound foundation

to derive maximum benefits from
a camping experience. It is at camp
that children make friends, rein-

force their ideas about social be-

haviour, and develop attitudes

toward many phases of life in gen-

eral.

Among these phases of living is

their attitude toward their religious

belief. It is impossible to separate

the spiritual side of life from a

camping experience. In camp a

child is surrounded by the crea-

tions of God, and it is impossible

to view these marvels or to live

with one another without making
reference to the great spiritual force

behind our modern day philosophy

and thinking. Because of this fact,

the writer feels that parents should

definitely take into consideration

whether or not the particular camp
they choose will satisfactorily re-

flect their child's cultural and spir-

itual heritage. For example, accord-

ing to the philosophy of the Boy
Scouts of America, Boy Scouts who
attend their camps are encouraged

to practice their religious beliefs in

a setting conducthe to acceptance.

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In this particular kind of setting

each camper's religious beliefs and

practices are respected and encour-

aged to the utmost.

A Jewish parent will find that

there are a large variety of camps,

both private and agency, which will

serve their child best. All of these

tamps have a common denomina-

tor, and that is that they make it

possible tor a Jewish child to at-

tend free from pressures. Their

program and approach to the child

make it possible for Jewish chil-

dren to have a satisfying and re-

warding experience, developing

meaningful relationships with

campers and staff alike. Within this

group of camps you will find camps

with varying degrees of emphasis

on the religious aspect. Some of

these camps give their campers posi-

tive experience in Judaism, which

include Jewish folklore and danc-

ing and religious teachings in their

program, while other camps serve

the Jewish child by running a gen-

eral camp program, not provide op-

portunities for religious expression,

such as Friday night and Saturday

morning services, and making little

or no reference to religious teach-

ings in their program.

Most parents will choose a camp

whose philosophy about religious

teachings matches their own religi-

ous patterns and beliefs. Sometimes

parents will send their child to the

so-called non-denominational camp

which offers little or no religious

activities. These camps have a non-

denominational service, or no ser-

vice at all.

This raises the question, "Is this

a realistic approach to life?" The
majority of camp directors recog-

nize that the spiritual side of camp
life cannot satisfactorily be removed

and still have a meaningful and

positive program for children. In

the past years there is evidence of a

large growth in the camps serving

Jewish children. It also has been

noted that these camps are not the

most inexpensive camps, but repre-

sent what is considered to be the

outstanding camping programs of

the country. Undoubtedly, it is the

ideals and standards of the Jewish

family which require these camps

and their owners to provide the best

in camping. In addition to this im-

porant factor in choosing a camp,

there are many questions which a

parent would want to take into con-

sideration, such as the general prac-

tices of the camp director, the quali-

fications of his staff, the quality of

his program, and the suitability of

his facilities and services. In order

to find these facts out, some parents

have used the method of consulting

with their friends and neighbors

who have had positive experience

at certain camps, or when investi-

gating a camp that is new to them,

they have had a personal interview

with the director of the camp. The
practice of meeting the director

personally is highly recommended

by all authorities in the camping

field. The parent would want to

have answered such questions as,

"Does the camp offer a pre-season

counselor-training period?' "Does

the stall have organized conlerences

where clay to day questions which

will arise throughout the season

can he answered?" Most parents

wotdd want to know if the camp

has a happy, peaceful atmosphere

where their child can develop new

interests and activities and learn

to mix and mingle with others.

Parents would want to know the

ratio of counselors to children and

the general age of the counselors,

what the medical supervision of

the camp is like, and as the writer

has stated before, is this the camp

where their child can live with

others, having that certain common
denominator which develops a sense

of belonging which is so important

to all of us.

The London Times considered

Isaac Harby the finest dramatic

critic in America. The New York

Mirror, the leading literary paper

in 1828, declared editorially:

"The death of this accomplished

scholar and able writer has awak-

ened great and merited regret in

the circle of his friends and ad-

mirers. Possessing vast acquire-

ments in classical learning, endow-

ed with a chaste and refined sensi-

bility and gifted with a lively and

active imagination, he was highly

successful in his literary pursuits.

As a critic he was considered un-

rivaled in this countrv."

It's so strange that these

people (the Jews) who once liber-

ated mankind from the yoke of

idolatry, and so many of them

who now devoted themselves to

liberation horn injustice, should be

incapable ol liberating themselves

horn their royalty to an obsolete,

antediluvian identity that has lost

all meaning, that they should not

i ise above themselves and dissolve

among all the rest whose religion

they have founded and who would

lie so close to them, if they knew
them better.

Of course it's true that persecu-

tion forces them into this futile

and disastrous attitude, this shame-

faced, self-denying isolation that

brings them nothing but mis-

fortune. But I think some of it

also comes from a kind of inner

senility, a historical centuries-long

weariness. I don't like their whistl-

ing in the dark, their prosaic,

limited outlook, the timidity of

i licit imagination. It's as irritating

as old men talking of old age

or sick people about sickness . . .

It is significant that when Toyn-
bee expressed his views of Jewish

The Jewish people, Pasternak says

in effect, no longer has any reason

for maintaining its separate exist-

ence: "There are no nations but

only persons."

In the United Nations there are

at present represented 82 sovereign

nations, a good many of which

may be styled Christian. These,

however, seem to present no threat

to Pasternak's theology; apparently

they are not even to be considered

"nations" (invidious term) but

blessed aggregates of Christian

persons." The Jewish nation alone

is singled out for sjDecial advice to

commit national suicide.

Pasternak's conversion, it would
appear, was in the nature of a

major lobotomy, self-performed on
his Jewish brain and destroying all

sense of proportion. While he urges

;il I men to pursue freedom and self-

realization he would deny the Jew-

ish people these sacred rights. We
are all asked to respect and love

Pasternak for his sacrifices, for his

willingness to endure obloquy and
suffering for his beliefs. Yet, iron-

ically, the Jewish people's age-old

martyrdom for its beliefs only

arouses Pasternak's scorn. While
Pasternak regards Russian soil as

holy and pleads not to be exiled

from it, he ignores the Jewish peo-

ple's attachment to a land made
sacred in its hopes and prayers

since the first exile "by the waters

of Babylon."

One final observation remains to

be made. People have praised

Pasternak's courage for embracing
the Greek Orthodox Church during

the reign of Stalin, when anti-

religious propaganda was at its

height. Hut did this require the

same amount of courage as remain-

ing openly and firmly Jewish? Im-
agine what would have happened
had David Bergelson or Itzik Feffer

suddenly become worshippers in

the Moscow synagogue or students

in the Moscow yeshiva to indicate

their resistance to the regime! They
would have been liquidated long
before 1953. The distinct possibility

is that if they had sought the sanc-

tuary of the Greek Orthodox
Church they would very likely be
alive today.

Hut this is to enter a realm of

speculation, and in the instance of

Dr. Zhivago and Boris Pasternak
it is better to stick to the facts.

These facts are damning. They
constitute, in sum, an indictment
of Pasternak for his utter lack of

understanding of Jewish history

and aspiration and a disregard of

"the truth" which he is so passion-

ately seeking. They betray an ab-

sence of that breadth of spirit and
insight which always distinguishes

the universal artist.

On the occasion of the celebra-

Freedom in the American Tradition An Anxiously Awaited Verdict

Guest Editoral By DORA LEE ALLEN. Director, Carolina

Region, National Conference of Christians and Jews

Freedom is a precious thing. Our young men go to war

to fight for it. We build strong defenses to protect it. We
suffer when others lose it. We rejoice when others gain it.

Freedom — the right to form our own government, to worship

as we desire, to secure a good living, to have good neighbors,

to read or think or do whatever we choose—is the foundation

of the American way of life. The basic tenet of American
freedom is the' value and dignity of people, respect for the

individual. America, strong and 'powerful, leads the Western
wotld in the struggle to bring freedom to all peoples, to stop

the inarch of enslaving forces.
'

No nation—America peculiarly so—can . be more than its

people. We Americans differ. The differences can be our
strength.

The problem of people getting along with people has

been a link in the chain of history as far back as we have
any record. The problem is with us today plagued by an
atmosphere of tension and strife. We are learning to face our
problems with intelligence and reason and courage. We know,
because we have proved it so, that men of differing religious,

ethnic and cultural backgrounds can work together in com-
mon civic concern and, together, build strong communities
where threats of bigotry to one become threats to all, where
good will for one is good will for all. America can remain
free only so long as its individual citizens remain free. And
freedom means assuming the responsibility of safe-guarding

the cherished rights and privileges. The American way of life

has evolved from this concern for others as well as for our-

selves. Giving to others the same rights we desire for our-
selves is brotherhood.

Brotherhood is not to be achieved simply, not to be
taken for granted, not to be assumed to be present in the
absence of open conflict. Rather it is a growing process be-

ginning with small acts of good will between one person and
another whose influence multiplied spreads to the actions
of groups toward groups until from a highly diversified society

we -have a nation built by men of understanding and integrity

intent on making brotherhood a practical reality.

In this challenge we are not alone. All of us—Catholic,
Protestant, Jew — share the responsibility, each in his own
way, of bringing to the problems of today the strength of

our spiritual resources and the calmness of reasoning together.

The bulwark of freedom is contained in our Judaeo-Christian
tradition. Brotherhood Week 1959 is a reminder of the ever-

present need for being alert to opportunities to make brother-
hood a part of the democracy we treasure.

United States Senators John F. Kennedy and Sam J.
Ervin.

Jr., along with 32 other members of the Senate, have intro-

duced legislation to make the bombing of educational facilities,

houses of worship, business establishments, or community
centers a Federal criminal offense.

In our humble opinion, terrorism cannot be legislated

out of existance.

As we go to press, the result of the trials growing out of

the Atlanta synagogue bombing is still in doubt. The question

oLwhe. her there will be subsequent trials, in view ol the rather

"d mi. prospect of obtaining any convictions, has yet to be answer-

ed. The outcome of the first trial, while not a surprise, was still,

some hing of a disappointment. •

The only saving aspect of the situation is the almost;

universal condemnation of the crime, by government officials

and people of all faiths and creeds. Whether the reaction is

strong enough to guarantee that there will be no recurrences

is something that the future alone can decide. That possibility,'

to our way of thinking, stands a better chance than legislation.

Planning for Israel in 1959
The world as it sets out on the path of the new cycle

of 1959, looked at from some aspects, is a very troubled one

but it may also be pregnant with great, almost fabulous pos-

sibilities for good. The mystic dreams of Messianism almost

seem here when the voice of the President of the United States

can be broadcast from outer space. Jet transportation has well

nigh eliminated space altogether. In New York, one may read

the Lon 'on proper of the same day at breakfast. In four hours,

the jet carrier I he passenger or paper over the ocean. Jet has

made it possible to go from New York to Tel Aviv in the same
time it Would take a New Yorker to go to Pittsburgh by rail.

The big things seem at first thought to have almost

dwarfed the ndiviclual into insignficance but the truth may
very well be just the reverse. The conference meeting to plan

the 1959 Israel Bond campaign attests to that fact.

A plain Jew without any pretensions invests a hundred
or a few hundred dollars in an Israel Bond. He hardly realizes

it — but he is moving history. These plain unpretentious Jews
have raised close to 400 million dollars to build the present day
Israel. Without them, however much moral support the United
Nations would have given or however much financial support
any government would have given, Israel would not be what
she is today. And, indeed, but for this support, it is doubtful
if the United Nations or the United States government or

any other outside agency would have given them much support.

The outside world only helps when you show you can help
yourself.

I come to these meditations upon

receiving a new publication out of

the American Jewish Archives, a de-

partment of the Hebrew Union

College of Cincinnati (H. U. C.)

which educates and ordains rabbis

and puts them out into the world.

But here, in this new publication

the Hebrew Union College was put-

ting out one of those Westerns,

with a Jewish angle ... a true, gen-

uine Western ... all about a Jew
named Sam Aaron of Arizona and

other Western states in the early

days.

Sam Aaron had written it all

himself before his death in 1940 in

Stockton, Calif. Oh, I like this Jew-

ish Western, also, and I wish I had

the space to put it on here in full.

It begins with the title, "What
Sam Says Is So . . . Being the Life

Story, Observations and Philosophy

of Sam Aaron, a Main Street Cloth-

ing Merchant, but a Former Pio-

neer of the Frontier, as told to his

Friends during a Night of Wake."

It's oniy the first part of Sam's

life that the Archives of the Hebrew
Union College give in this publica-

tion; the rest of Sam's story will be

published later. This first part is

all about Sam's teen-age when he

was a faro dealer out West, when
he was mixing with the Earps, one

of whom was that Wyatt Earp

whom TV has made famous. Sam's

estimate of Earp is far below that

of TV which has made him a saint-

ly character of law and order.

Yes, here's teen-age Sam Aaron
deep in his job as faro-dealer in a

saloon at Charleston, Arizona . . .

"I was nicknamed 'The Lucky Jew
kid.' I had as high as 32 Chinamen
playing against me at one time . . .

I lost Si 800 one night, and it took

two months to get even ... I used

to get $8.50 a day for dealing the

faro bank . . . many strangers used

to hang around, and nobody cared

whether they lost their money. The
majority of people on the frontier

lived on their wits, but everybody

was happy."

But the Mexicans didn't like to

lose at Sam Aaron's faro game.

There was that unhappy losing

Mexican ... "I talked to him and
tried to explain the transactions.

He called me 's. o. b.' in Mexican.

He wanted to fight. His partner

had a .45 calibre Smith and Wesson
projecting from his holster ... I

was fortunate enough to knock this

Mexican out with one punch. I

then took away from him a big

knife.

"I absoluely knew no fear in my
young days; nothing was too hard

or too dangerous to undertake,"

says Sam. "I'd go into the wilds and

ride for days without seeing a hu-

man being. The Indian warfare was

on. The Apaches were on the war-

path, killing and stealing, headed

by their great chief Geronimo."

One of the Indians was killed

near Charleston . . . "They cut the

Indian's head off and brought it

into Charleston," says Aaron. "I

took the Indian's skull, burned off

the flesh and hair, sandpapered it,

and made a beautiful skull."

One day a drunk shot off the gild-

ed ball at the top of the 35-foot

flagpole in front of the saloon

where Sam was faro-dealer. Sam put

into the drunk's hand the Indian

skull and ordered him to climb the

pole and set the skull atop the pole

in place of the ball . . . "He made
eight trials but was so drunk he

could not place that skull on the

pole."

Well, I'm sorry I haven't room
to print all of Sam Aaron's thrill-

ing Western out of the Hebrew
Union College. But I can give you

something of Sam's full biography

as told by Dr. Jacob Marcus who
edited the Sam Aaron story. (Noted

historian, Marcus is director of the

American Jewish Archives which

New President of the

National Conference of

Christians and Jews

DR. LEWIS WEBSTER JONES

Dr. Lewis Webster Jones, who
succeded Dr. Edward R. Clinchy

as president of the National Con-

ference of Christians and Jews in

the Fall of 1958, was born in Emer-

son, Nebraska, fifty-nine years ago.

He worked his way through Reed

College in Portland, Oregon, as a

forest ranger, obtaining his Bach-

elor of Arts degree in 1922. He did

graduate work at Columbia Uni-

versity and received his Doctor of

Philosophy degree from the Brook-

ings Institution in 1927.

In 1927 and 1928 he continued

his studies at Cambridge University

and the London School of Eco-

nomics where he met Miss Barbara

Slatter. She came to the United

States on a Rockefeller Fellowship

and they were married in 1928.

While he was in Europe he served

for a time as an economist on the

League of Nations staff.

On his return to the United

Slates he worked as economist and

editor for various organizations, in-

cluding the Foreign Policy Associa-

tion and the Committee on the

Costs of Medical Care.

In 1947 Dr. Jones was named
president of the University of Ar-

kansas, and during his four-year

tenure that institution became the

first state university south of the

Mason-Dixon line to admit a Negro

student. In 1951 he became the

fifteenth president of Rutgers Uni-

versity, submitting his resignation

last Aug. 1 5 to accept the presidency

of N.C.C.J.

A shade under six feet tall, broad

shouldered, Dr. Jones' favorite pas-

time is hiking in the woods or

chopping down trees. He enjoys

paddle tennis and Mrs. Jones con-

cedes that in their matches "he

wins."

ble qualities that make up his lead-

ership ability.

Being of modest nature, Dave

Blumberg is more than reluctant

to admit that he gives unstintingly

of himself, his time and efforts.

Rather, he would be inclined to

recount the need for cementing bet-

ter relationships in community and

Jewish activities.

As an active member of Knox-

ville's Jewish organizations, he has

had first-hand knowledge of com-

munity problems, and has served

as the head of the Jewish Commu-
nity Center Association, the Knox-

ville Jewish Welfare Fund, B'nai

B'rith Lodge No. 791, and Temple

Beth El, and currently is a member
of the Executive Board of each of

these organizations. Being president

of Temple Beth El in 1940, at the

age of 29, he was, up to that time,

the youngest head of a Reform con-

gregation.

In city-wide affairs, he has served

on the Executive Board of the

United Fund, and for his outstand-

ing community service, he was cited

by the United Funds of America. In

the Council of Community Services,

he was a vice-president; in the

Rnox County Chapter American

Red Cross, he served as a member
of the Board. During 1957, he was

chosen to head the Knoxville

Round Table of Christians and

Jews. In Scotish Rite, he has been

honored with the second highest

award, Knights Commander Court

of Honor-KCCH. The Knoxville

Public Library System selected him
as a member of the Board of Trus-

tees, in Avhich capacity he now
serves.

Regionally and nationally, Dave

Blumberg is known for his work in

B'nai B'rith and the National Jew-

ish Welfare Board. In 1950, District

No. 7 of B'nai b'rith elected him to

iib presidency, and during his term

of office, he visited throughout the

district. Just recently, he was elect-

ed to n.e International Board ol

Governors of B'nai B'rith.

Those who knew

him best called him "Mr. A." Our
.community is a far better commu-
nity because he choose to make his

home with us.

A few weeks ago he came to the

end of his earthly journey. From the

Temple Beth El, which he had

built, his body was carried to that

little plot of ground which had

been set aside and his body was

covered with the earth of the com-

munity he loved.

and respected. I couldn't help

wishing that the Anti-Semites

could have known such a man-
how he helped build almost every

Protestant church in Lumberton

and in many other communities

of the county. Somehow I felt

here was a Jew who lived among

the people—with the people—and

was one of the people,—and, in

that way, had done more to es-

tablish good relations between

the races than any other person I

ever knew."

That same Divine Providence

which brought Coode and Fox and

Washington and Poling together

for their last glorious moment of

life—to their last fierce second of

understanding—brought Mr. A into

our lives.

He was born in Kadan, Russia, in

1872, when Russia was under the

rule of the Czars. His father was a

cattle dealer who knew bitterly the

hardships of being a Jew under

the iron rule of those who believed

that opportunities existed for those

of noble birth and that it was or-

dained that the less fortunate lived

to serve the nobleman.

One attains manhood quite early

under persecution. When he was

1 7 years of age, young-old Mr. A
came to America. He spoke no Eng-

lish. He knew very little about

America except that it had been

rumored a land where a man need

bow his head only to God. Mr. A
had faith in God and faith in him-

self.

He went from Ellis Island to Bal-

timore, a route which had been

followed by so many who found es-

cape into a new life. The city was

not for Mr. A. There were too many
people, too many stores, too many
tradesmen. To the west and to the

south was opportunity. He would

become a peddler. Not only would

this give him a living— it would let

him know the people of this new
land. He could learn the language

and the customs of the people with

whom he wished to live.

And so it is that we see a young

Jewish boy, a new and thrilling life

opening to him, as he bought his

first little supply of goods and

placed them in the pack which was

to be his "store."

Young Aaron walked the difficult

miles in rural Maryland, West Vir-

ginia, Virginia, Kentucky, and

North Carolina, selling from door

to door. His pack grew heavier with

merchandise as his heart grew light-

er with happiness.

Night-time never found him with-

out a place lor his head. He carried

with him not only the contents of

his pack—he carried a store of news

lor the people who befriended him

along the way. As the days, the

weeks, the months and the years

went by, he learned from the peo-

ple of rural America and they

learned from him.

How wonderful it was to be in a

land—to be part of a land—where a

man could own his acres, till his

fields, build his home, have his

family, live in peace, greet his

neighbor through the words,

"Howdy," "Good morning," "How
are you?" or "Sholom alaychem!"

One wonderful day Mr. A was

able to buy a wagon and a team of

horses. Not only could he carry

more merchandise, but the weight

of the pack was no longer on his

shoulders. But the sign of the pack

never left Mr. A; throughout his

life his broad shoulders were bowed
as though the pack were still strap-

ped to him.

Mr. A dreamed and the dream

became a fixed plan and the fixed

plan became a reality. He would
have his home, his family, his store,

and his wide acres. And so it was
that in the 1890s he came to Lum-
berton. In 1897 he became a citi-

zen of the United States. After his

father's death in 1901, Mr. A sent

for his mother and cared for her
until her death at the age of 98.

Mr. A had prepared himself wefi

for his venture into business in

North Carolina. Lumberton was a

rural community depending upon
( he trade of the farmers in Robeson
County. He had learned the hard
way what rural people wished to

buy and how rural people wished
to be treated by a merchant. They
came to him in ever-increasing

numbers.

Mr. A loved the land. It was a

Jove which grew not alone from his

beginnings in Russia but also from
(he pride he had seen displayed by
those who owned their homes, their

farms, their woodlands. Over the

years he added to his real estate.

The fruits and the beauties of the

seasons took on new meaning to the

young man. Mr. A was no longer a

"boy from Kadan." He saw his

community grow and the commu-
nity saw him grow into a lovable

patriarch of his people.

There was never a charity in

which Mr. A was not interested. No
one knocked at his door asking tor

bread and received a stone. When
the churches of Lumberton started

building programs, he contributed

liberally without being asked.

When the Presbyterian Church had
a family night supper, Mr. A and
his good wife were part of the fam-

ily. I would walk along with him
and he would say, "It is good to

walk the streets of this town."

As a state chairman of child

welfare in the American Legion

Auxiliary, Mrs. Halsey was respon-

sible largely for a statewide survey

of costs of and subsequent reforms.

She has also been active in the

Council of Jewish Women and its

many civic activities.

"Judaism Without Supernaturalism"
A Review of the book by Dr. Mordecai Kaplan

By Rabbi Roland B. Gitftleson

DR. MORDECAI KAPLAN

To those of us who like to believe

that we stand on the growing-edge

of religious development, a new

volume front the pen of Mordecai

Kaplan is always an event of great

consequence. This is true even

when, as in the present instance,

we are offered essays which have

been published previously but are

now collected for the first time

under a single title. To be sure,

there is no insight or proposal here

that we have not heard from

Kaplan before. Yet such is the pro-

fundity of his probing and the

keenness of his analysis that the

perceptive reader profits greatly by

re-examining even familiar ideas

from this fresh perspective.

Insofar as "Judaism Without

Supernaturalism" deals with mat-

ters of theology, it is an epitome

of thoughts more extensively elab-

orated in "The Meaning of God
in Modern Jewish Religion." Here

once more is an eloquent plea that

religion be divorced from theurgy

and magic, that its ideology and

ritual both be viewed as means to-

ward the elevation of man's values

and behavior rather than as devices

calculated to alter the patterns of

nature in man's favor. One need

not go all the way with Kaplan in

rejecting the metaphysic of religion

in order to accept completely the

pragmatic test he proposes for

evaluating the efficacy of a given

faith. "It is the business of relig-

ion," he writes, "not to give a meta-

physical conception of God, but to

make clear what we mean by the

belief in God, from the standpoint

of the difference that belief makes
in human conduct and striving."

Kaplan sees man's spiritual ca-

pacities and strivings no less a part

of the natural order than his anat-

omy and physiology. Man's spirit-

uality indeed is a reflection of that

spiritual aspect of the very universe

—the natural universe!—which we
call God. God is no longer viewed

as a Supernatural Being but instead

as "the Power that makes for the

A Review of Robert Briscoe's (with Alden Hatch) Autobiography

When Robert Briscoe was elected

lo the chief post on the government

of Dublin, the fact that he was the

first Jewish Lord Mayor in that

city's history made news around the

world. Actually, his election was the

culmination of a life spent in the

service ol his country. "All the

time I was growing up," he states,

"I was being steeped in the dark,

storm-wracked, light-shot history of

my country of Eire."

From the Easter uprising through
the Terror, the ferocities of the

Black and Tans, the controversial

treaty with England and the tragic

civil war, Bob Briscoe has fought
for Ireland's independence.

A Moratorium On Predictions

By Philip Rubin
Trying to guess the future, what

things will look like twenty-live

years hence, is now quite a popular

game in the U. S. A. This guessing

game hasn't escaped our American

Jewish communal life. Every once

in a while you read predictions in

the Jewish press of what's going to

happen to American Jewry in an-

other generation. Made by sociolo-

gists, and even by some rabbis who
are not averse to the publicity, these

prophecies try to give the impres-

sion that they are based on scien-

tific research, analysis and deduc-

tion.

Actually they are nothing of the

kind. All of these predictions be-

tray only wishful thinking, whether

they are of the optimistic or pessi-

mistic variety, whether they foretell

a flowering of American Jewish cul-

ture or its extinction. They choose

only such facts as will support their

thesis and ignore other facts that

might refute them. Since this is an

age when it is stylish to parade in

the garb of scientific objectivity,

they adopt this approach instead of

coming out boldly and saying:

"This is how we would like Ameri-

can Jewry to look twenty-five years

hence."

Our fellow-Jews in Israel are not

altogether guiltless on this score.

Many of them, including the Prime

Minister himself, come up from

time to time with predictions that

Jewish life in America and in every

other Diaspora country is doomed.

They bring up facts about the de-

cline of religion, the decline of

Yiddish, the rising percentage of

intermarriages, and so on, and

shake their heads sadly: "No future

for you in the Galuth!" They
ignore many other facts, such as

the tremendous increase in the

number of Jewish children who are

now receiving a Jewish education,

the great rise in synagogue build-

ing, the increase in Jewish educa-

tional and cultural institutions and

in Jewish books and periodicals

published—in short, the will to live

that the American Jewish com-

munity and other communities

throughout the world are display-

ing at this moment. To be sure,

there is also the counter-tendency

that makes itself strongly felt in the

Diaspora, the assimilationist will to

leave, to leave the Jewish commu-
nity and to be absorbed entirely

into the life of the non-Jewish

majority.

To argue that one tendency to-

day is running stronger than the

other means nothing as far as the

future is concerned, since the rela-

tive strength or weakness of these

tendencies, the assimilationist and

the survivalist may be reversed by

either one of two factors or by

both. These are (i) the external

circumstances which will affect

EANES and (0.

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American Jewish life, external cir-

cumstances over which the Amer-
ican Jewish community as such will

have no control, over which perhaps

even America generally will have

only a limited control, and (2) the

ability of the consciously survival-

ist minority in American Jewry by

their own example and by the

force of their drive to arouse the

apathetic majority to a desire to

maintain Jewish communal life in

America.

ft would be cpiite a tall order

for anyone to try to predict how
American life generally will look

a quarter-century hence, particular-

ly at a time like this when we are

continually being frightened out of

our wits by the threats of a world

war that would destroy Western
civilization. Because of the world
situation we cannot even predict

what Israeli life will look like even

a decade hence. Besides, Israel it-

self is still in the process of grow-

ing up and, even if the world will

permit it to grow—as we all fer-

vently hope and pray it will—we
cannot foretell how its maturing
will shape up and what influence

it will then have on the Jewries of

the Diaspora.

But as to the second factor, our
own conscious purpose which de-

pends upon us alone, this is a mat-

ter not for predictions but for the

constant exertion of uui own will-

power. Here at least we can help

shape the future, provided that

future is not destroyed by circum-

stances beyond our control. The
story of Manuka, the festival we
just celebrated, teaches us how a

tiny band ®f Jews, in fact one fam-

ily at the start, could by the exer-

tion of tremendous will power,

change the entire history of Jewry,

turn ancient Judea from the path

of assimilation with Greek culture

to the path of Jewish surv ival. The
Hashmonean, the Maccabean fight-

ers did not engage in predictions

as to whether or not the Jews of

their time will be absorbed by

Hellenism. They did not engage

in predictions either optimistic or

pessimistic. Instead they went out

and fought for Jewish survival and

won their light. Were it not for this

small band of warriors, not only

would Judaism have become ex-

tinct but Christianity, which grew

out of Judaism, couldn't have

arisen centuries later. No wonder
the Catholic Church remembers the

Maccabean war in its church cal-

endar.

From this point of view, there-

lore, from the point of view of our

own capability to affect the course

of Jewish development, prophecies

as to the future of Amercian Jewry

are harmful because they tend to

paralyze our will, because they in-

duce a sense of fatalism, or at least

of historic inevitability. And in this

The appointment of Arnold H.

respect optimistic predictions are

just as harmful as pessimistic ones,

perhaps even more harmful, since

they tend to lull vis to sleep, which

is worse than the discouragement

brought on by the prophets of

doom. There are many things that

are wrong with American Judaism

today, and this writer in previous

articles has tried to point out some

of them. But 1 have never said that

things must inevitably go from bad

to worse, that the weaknesses of

American Judaism cannot be rem-

edied by our own effort of will,

that we are altogether helpless in

our efforts to stem the decline of

the Jewish religious spirit here.

Nor have I said on the other hand

that time is working in favor of

American Judaism which will per-

sist on American soil, which will

even become stronger here, even if

we do not take the necessary steps

to assure its future.

I suggest that our responsible

Jewish leader now declare a mora-

torium on predictions as to the

future of American Jewry. Instead

they would do us a favor and earn

the thanks of future generations

if they were to engage in the hard

work which has now become ne-

cessary to assure that future.

THE MENORAH WORK OF ART
By Alfred Werner

To a Jew, the Menorah can be

many things. It is a religious sym-

bol, exhorting the beholder to have

faith in the wisdom of the Lord.

Next, it stood for national rejuve-

nation to the Jewish people in an-

cient times as it does during our

own lifetime. The Menorah is a rit-

ual object for synagogue and home.

But in addition it can also be

something else, "a thing of beauty,"

and therefore, -"a joy forever."

Those who visit the the Jewish Mu-
seum of New York or the much
smaller, but just as fascinating Mu-
seum on the campus of the Hebrew

College in Cincinnati, or the col-

lections of religious art kept by

various temples and syagogues will

frequently find in these places Men-

oroth designed by men who were

real artists, though they thought of

themselves as humble craftsmen

only, and though their names are

recorded nowhere.

I have seen small Hanukah lamps

for use in homes which were per-

fect gems. Eight candles were

mounted in a row before a metal

panel which intricately reflected

their glow. Often that panel was

pierced delicately into silhouettes

of different design. I remember, for

instance, a candelabrum flanked by

stylized lions and birds, and topped

by the Hebrew inscription, "Han-

nukah." The artists made use of

such motifs as palm trees, clusters

of grapes, the Crown of the Law or

the Ark of the Covenant; in some

instances, the Ark was flanked by

two figures, representing Moses and

Aaron.

In Cincinnati are two beautiful

little Menoroth which were made in

a subtle filigree technique. One,

made in 18th century Poland,

shows a crowning cock perched atop

a crown—this chanticleer, of course,

was an allusion to the light of the

sun which he greets and, by impli-

cation, to the "Feast of Lights."

Equally charming was the other,

somewhat larger, a German Men-

orah of the Napoleonic era: made
in the Empire style it is shaped like

a temple. With delightful humor,

eight little lions are made to open

their jaws from which the wicks

project like so many tongues.

These lamps had to be small, as

they were placed on window sills,

from there to proclaim the radiant

joy of the "Feast of Lights." Much
rarer in another type of Menoroth,

very large (often several feet high)

and meant for the synagogue ser-

vice. They follow the candelabrum

pattern of the seven-branched can-

dlestick of the Temple in Jerusalem

(known to us only from descrip-

tions in the literature and from the

relief on the Arch of Titus in

Rome. But there are now eight

branches, and there is, in addition,

the shammes (the servant light).

One of the most beautiful "cande-

labrum type" Menoroth was inher-

ited by the recently deceased Mrs.

Felix M. Warburg from her father,

the philanthropist, Jacob H. Schiff,

and can now be seen in New York's

Jewish Museum. One of the few

exceptions to the general rule of

anonymity, the maker of this silver

piece is known to us—he was a non-

Jew, Johann Adam Boiler, who
flourished in Frankfort-on-Main

during the 18th century. The base

is adorned with enamel medallions

of Biblical scenes; halfway up the

central trunk, a rampant lion holds

the coat of arms (with stag and

dove) of the family for whom this

piece was made. The branches are

adorned with filigree buds, the

shammes is contained in an oil

pitcher held by a lion of Judah,

and the trunk is topped by a figure

of Judith who, tradition has it,

killed Holofernes at the time of

the Hanukkah festival.

The Hanukkah Menorah is one

of the few items of Jewish religions

art that is sometimes treated with

humor. I remember, in particular,

a Rococo style menorah, fashioned

in 18th centuary Poland, which is

wrought in the shape of a sturdy

oak, with a bear looking for the

honey in the bee-hive on the lowest

branch amid graceful silver leaves.

Most amusing is a silver lamp,

made in Italy in 1840, which has

the appearance of a Punch and

Judy show. Occasionally, one may
come across a piece that is too gro-

tesque by the standards of a more
sophisticated modern taste. Here,

I might mention a more than 200

years old Menorah wrought by a

German- Jewish blacksmith from a

grenadier's helmet, and still bear-

ing the arms of a German prince,

or a rather odd-looking lamp fash-

ioned from strange bits of material
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decorated with an assortment of

jewelry, including ornate shoe-

buckles!

All of these, beautiful or not so

beautiful, belong to the past. But it

would be an error to assume that

none of the great talents among
modern Jewish sculptors and silver-

smiths was ever devoted towards

creating "beauty in holiness." In a

large show, "The Patron Church,"

New York's Museum of Contempo-
rary Crafts, last winter, displayed

works made by living American
artists for various Jewish and Chris-

tian houses of worship, and several

interesting Menoroth were on view,

such as one in steel and brass by

Judith Brown, made for a congre-

gation in South Orange, New Jer-

sey, and a walnut Menorah, carved

by Don Benaron after a design by

his father, A. Raymond Katz, com-

missioned by a congregation in

Bloomfield, New Jersey. Last

spring,, the Jewish Museum, in an

exhibition of contemporary cere-

monial and synagogue art, display-

ed fascinating Menoroth by Ludwig
Wolpert and by Max Finkelstein.

All these artists live around New
York except for the last named who
like the equally gifted Victor Reiss,

makes his home on the West Coast.

Reiss designed a huge Menorah
that, serving as an embellishment

rather than for ritual purposes, is

affixed to the outside wall of a

new temple in Sacramento, Calif.

I have mentioned only a few of

the many names of skilled contem-

poraries that might be recommend-
ed to congregations looking for new
forms and designs for hallowed

symbols. Our temples need rabbis

and trustees who can look at things

with fresh eyes and who can appre-

ciate beauty in its multiple manifes-

tations. Except for requiring eight

lights, a Menorah can be shaped

in any manner that is aesthetically

pleasing to the sculptor and his

patrons. There is little resemblance

between the Menorah once owned
by Mr. Schiff and the elegantly ta-

pering one fashioned by Seymur
Lipton for a temple in Tulsa, Okla-

homa, and less between the tradi-

tional form and the Menorah by

Mitzi Cunliffe Solomon (the sculp-

tress employed forms derived from

plants with religious associations,

and the eight branches are arranged

in pairs, instead of the usual place-

ment in one plane.) At the Balti-

more Hebrew Congregation there is

even a bronze Hannukkah lamp

with a group of semi-abstract fig-

ures who represent the Maccabees.

Whether or not all modern cre-

ations of ritual art are successful

from an aesthetic viewpoint, it is

pleasing to note that attempts have

been made to produce a new relig-

ious art for the sophisticated now
crowding into the new temples. Not

every modern Menorah may be a

"thing of beauty," but it was the

intention of both the congregation

which commissioned, and of the

artist who accepted the call, to cre-

ate pleasure for the worshiper's eyes.

That ritual objects should be aes-

thetically satisfactory, we have on

no less an authority than Professor

Louis Finkelstein, president of the

Jewish Theological Seminary of

America, who wrote:

"The effort to express love for

God through creating beautiful ob-

jects for His worship and His com-

mandments is as ancient as Judaism

itself."

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The Man of Many Facets

An Evaluation of Dr. Israel Goldstein

By Kalman S^ltaatik

The full story of Jewish leader-

ship in American in this, perhaps

most poignant era in Jewish his-

tory, is yet to be written. But when

it is penned, one American Jewish

figure — Dr. Israel Goldstein — will

hold a unique, significant and

wholly deserving chapter.

Dr. Goldstein needs no introduc-

tion to the readers of our press,

nor to the wide American public

that is familiar with his vast en-

deavors in the field of human rela-

tions. What is perhaps equally re-

markable is that this comparative-

ly young man — and he is even

younger in spirit — has now stood

at the helm of Jewish leadership

for more than forty years, the span

of time it took the ancient Israel-

ites to cross the wilderness into the

Promised Land.

What are the qualities that have

enabled this man in the past four

decades to render outstanding ser-

vices as an architect of Zionism, a

champion of human rights, as

spokesman for inter-faith and inter-

racial amity, as scholar, humanitar-

ian and as preacher and teacher

on and off the pulpit?

The question has many answers,

for Dr. Goldstein is a multi-faceted

personality, a man with a wide

range of interest and intellectual

curiosity. But above all he is a

dedicated man a radiant personality

whose impact is sensed at once by

all who meet him. It is no wonder
then that the cloak of leadership

and spiritual guidance has fallen

naturally upon his shoulders.

Dr. Goldstein's outstanding char-

acteristics are courtesy and concern

for human welfare, both in the

communal and individual sense.

DR. ISRAEL GOLDSTEIN

He is always the gracious gentle-

man, whether presiding at a meet-

ing, receiving a friend or arbitrat-

ing a dispute. It is no mere coinci-

dence that he has, hoi the past

thirty-five years, been chairman of

the Jewish Conciliation Board of

America. Observing Dr. Goldstein

at the head of an executive board

table, one has the feeling that he

was born to the position. Yet, when
he delivers a sermon from pulpit

the feeling persists that is what he

was destined for. Then again, those

who have observed him on his

frequent trips to Israel were con-

vinced that is where he belongs.

One of the many paradoxes that

make Israel Goldstein an intriguing

personality is that he is a brilliant

administrator as well as a theoreti-

cian. This is amply proven by

his service to the Zionist move-

ment, in which he has long held

a position of leadership. One of the

richest and most fruitful chapters

of General Zionism was written
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when he served as president of the

World Confederation of General

Zionists.

In addition to his presidency ot

the World Confederation, Dr. Gold-

stein has had a long career of dis-

tinguished leadership in many out-

standing positions of worldwide

significance — on the W orld Exec-

utive of the Jewish Agency, in the

World Jewish Congress, and others

— where he has always displayed

a rare sense of diplomacy and high

purpose. It was during his ten-year

presidency of the World Confeder-

ation that the organization had its

most productive period — a minor

miracle, for it was during that time

that the Confederation was torn by

internal conflict and dissension,

Under Israel Goldstein's tactful

direction the organization man-

aged, nevertheless, to make its

greatest contributions to the Zion-

ist movement and the State of Is-

rael. The future historian will find

it hard to explain this phenomenon,

a house divided and yet having to

its credit such great achievements.

And no doubt the historian will

ccme to the conclusion that has oc-

curred to many Zionists today: it

the World Confederation managed
to ride the storm for full ten years,

ii was in great measure due to its

leader Israel Goldstein. It is the

greatest tribute to him that

throughout this difficult period Dr.

Goldstein retained the confidence

of everyone because ol their faith

in his sense of fairness.

Dr. Goldstein's leadership record

is a long, honorable and fruitful

one. It was when he was president

of the Zionist Organization of

the Jewish National Fund during

the most glorious decade of that

organization. He was treasurer of

the Jewish Agency during the stra-

tegic year when the young state of

Israel was struggling to adjust it-

self to its new status, and he was

president of the American Jewish

Congress during the difficult post

world-war-two years. Of such im-

mense importance was his position

of treasurer with the Jewish Agency
that his congregation gave him a

leave of absence for one year so

that he could dedicate himself to

the task.

Dr. Goldstein appears to be born

to lead. Yet those who know him
intimately will tell you that he

secretly delights in seizing on any

pretext to immerse himself in

study, research and contemplation.

The lamp that so frequently glows
in his study into the early morning
hours tells another story of (lie

man's character.

MY NOTIONS ON PERSECUTION
By John Wesley Clay

Why the Jews have been singled

out for persecution in almost every

country in the world at one time

or another is one of the great mys-

teries in human conduct. I attribute

it to two reasons in particular. First

I believe it is caused by jealousy.

The Jewish race is one of the oldest.

Their calendar goes back some six

thousand years. They are of blood-

ed stock with very little mixture

from other peoples. They are a

brilliant race. They produce the

most brilliant students at the great

universities of the world. In music,

in art, in literature, in science they

have been and are today outstand-

ing. If there is an intellectually su-

perior race in the world today we
have got to hand it to the Jews.

The second reason, I believe, for

their being persecuted is that being

a small minority in most countries

they have been used as the scape-

goat to bear the brunt of the ty-

rant's rage when the tyrant wanted

to hide his own sins.

The world owes more to the Jew,
perhaps, than to any other race.

And that is certainly true of Chris-

tian countries.

The Jews are not criminal. They
are peaceable. They are progress-

ive. Then why are they persecuted?

It is one of the mysteries of hu-

man conduct.

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AN AMERICAN PROFESSOR LOOKS

AT ISRAELI STUDENTS
By Professor Samuel Koenig

A Hungarian mother in an im-

migrant camp bewildered by a

strange language and concerned for

her children whose feet are set on

unfamiliar paths . . .

A Moroccan teenager, amid new
freedoms, rejecting as a yoke the

centuries-old teachings of his par-

ents. . . .

An Egyptian merchant brooding

over his lost business, unable to

find work in the city, unwilling

to become a farmer . . .

These are common problems in

Israel where a small people, con-

tinously threatened by war and

bankruptcy, doggedly goes about

"gathering" and absorbing tens of

thousands of Jews but recently scat-

tered across thousands of miles of

space and hundreds of years of

time.

To ease the growing pains, to

help the old ways merge with the

new, to educate both the young and

the mature—this is Israel's greatest

internal need today. But to carry

on the Jewish tradition of com-

munal service and responsibility in

a complex modern society, Israel

must begin from scratch to train

a corps of social workers.

The training process for Israel's

social technicians and engineers

has already begun—at Bar-Ilan Uni-

versity, a beautiful institution

founded in Israel in 1955 by Ameri-

can and Canadian Jews.

The University itself has a

unique opportunity to become Is-

rael's primary center for social

workers, teachers, psychologists and

guidance counsellors. Set in Ramat
Gan, garden suburb of Tel Aviv,

the University serves the largest

metropolitan area in the country.

A myriad of agencies, schools and

even the streets of Tel Aviv pro-

vide a life size laboratory in which

future sociologists test their text

book theories.

Some 50 juniors — now seniors,

preparing for their graduation in

the University's first commence-

ment — have taken a number ot

courses, among them Introductory

Sociology, Minority Problems,

Criminology and Sociological The-

ory in preparation for advanced

work. Additional courses are being

offered this year and the ground-

work is being laid for a complete

department which will turn out

competent people in various social

science fields.

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A MOTHER IN ISRAEL

Retarded children may be slow

in other countries, but in Israel

they're certainly not backward

about coining forward, according

to my friend, Peter Gillis, director

of the Ba Maaleh school for retard

ed children in Acre. Peter came to

Israel nine years ago from England,

where he worked with Mr. Lyward,

famous for his new and unorthodox

treatment of difficult boys.

One of Peter's more troublesome

children in Acre, a boy of n, had

developed the habit of throwing

stones at him whenever he passed

him in the school yard. Sent off to

the psychiatrist in Haifa, accom-

panied by the Shamash- (caretaker

of the school)—the boy declared: "I

can tell you right now that I'm

not going to see any specialist or

doctor!" "Alright," replied the

Shamash. who was from Rumania,
and very quick witted, "then let's

go visit Mrs. Gillis, the wife of the

director."

The boy thought that was a

good idea, and the Shamash took

him to the psychiatrist, who had no

idea that she was supposed to be

Mrs. Gillis. She went right ahead

with her questions, and the "con-

versation" continued for some

time. The boy began to get im-

patient, and finally blurted out:

"Where is the kibbud?" (the nice

things to eat that are produced for

guests.)

"I'm sorry, but I don't give kib-

bud," the psychiatrist told him.

The boy looked at her in shocked

unbelief. Evidently seeing that fi-

nesse was wasted on such a woman,
he said bluntly, "Well, I'm thirsty.

I want a drink." The psychiatrist

went to the tap and brought him
a glass of water. "I don't drink

water from the tap, thank you,"

he told her in disgust, and walked

out of the room.

Outside he turned to the Sham-

ash. "That woman is crazy," he

said. "Our poor director! He hasn't

enough troubles at home, with a

wife like that, we have to give him
more trouble in school! I'm not

going to disturb him any more."

When the boy returned to school,

he sat there with his hands folded,

as good as gold—for four days. He
is now throwing rocks at the di-

rector again.

The Acre municipality usually

provides bus fares for the child-

ren, since the school is some dis-

tance from the main housing area

which was built up on the out-

skirts of the old Arab city, to ac-

commodate the influx of new im-

migrants. But sometimes the mu-

nicipality runs short of money,

and cannot provide the tickets for

Ginis to hand out. On such an oc-

casion the children began to com-

plain and make a fuss because they

had to walk home.

"What have you got legs for?"

Peter asked them. "To get on a bus

with," retorted a 10-year-old boy

who has not yet been able to learn

to read or write.

Another little boy of ten came

late to school one morning. Gillis

called him in. "Now you're late,"

he began. "Yes," the boy interrupt-

ed, "and if you keep on talking, I'll

be even later!"

The Ba Maaleh school at Acre

is one of the many which the

Department of Special Education

has been setting up with increasing

tempo throughout the country.

Some 10,000 difficult and retarded

children are now studying in spe-

cial schools, with additional accom-

modation being arranged for 1,200-

1,500 every year. These schools are

particularly important in Israel,

where over crowded classes of chil-

dren from a dozen countries make

heavy going of education under the

best of circumstances.

In the Acre school there are six

classes for retarded, and one for

hopelessly deficient children. The
retarded can learn to concentrate,

and so develop to the extent of

rejoining the ordinary classes, The
mentally deficient can be trained

into good habits, and some me-

chanical facility. Afer eight years of

school, all of them get a certificate,

the same as any other child who
completes elementary school.

salvation of man." "To believe in

God means to lake for granted that

it is man's destiny to rise above

the brute anil to eliminate all

forms of violence and exploitation

from human society. In brief, Cod
is the Power in the cosmos that

gives human life the direction that

enables the human being to reflect

the image of God." At one point

in the evolution of religion it was

essential for men to conceive this

Power and the salvation, it makes
possible in terms of anthropo-

morphism and supernaturaiism.

For some men this is apparently

still essential. For Kaplan and those

who think as he does, the kernel it-

self can now be better and more

sharply perceived when the shell of

supernaturaiism has been shed.

Thus far the book is a treatise

on theology, on the religion of the

individual. But those who know

Mordecai Kaplan are aware of the

extent to which he has always em-

phasized the two-fold importance

of the group in religion. It is the

interaction of the individual with

his primary social group which

helps him develop his theological

premises.

If it has eluded mankind, it is only because man has permitted

his tangible differences to obscure his basic oneness. But this in no way

diminishes the force inherent in the idea.

Any effort, such as Brotherhood Week, made to bring that force

to bear in the solution of grave problems is to be commended and shared.

Here in America it is especially urgent that we realize the full

meaning of the human family and its implications in all our lives.

The fact that old prejudices and gnarled hatreds divide groups,

block entry by minorities into the full range of social and economic

life, and disrupt the normal intercourse natural to a democracy is proof

enough that the power of the brotherhood idea is needed now more

than ever before.

To admit of broherhood as a fact, to live brotherhood as a practice,

and to accept the responsibilities that such a course entails, is to par-

ticipate in the very life that the United States of America has made
possible, and for which it exists.

I believe that we use the term brotherhood too often too lightly.

To agree that we should do unto others as we would be done by
— a teaching which did not originate with Christianity nor cease there,

but is implicit in all religions — is not enough. Nor is it enough to be

tolerant of other people, their race, color or religion.

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Jews of the Windy City

By Martin Silver

Chicago to this writer always con-

jures up something of the essence

of America, the lusty growth and

colorfulness and also inevitably

something of the untamed and rau-

cous; "hog butcher of the world,"

Carl Sandburg, a son of Chicago,

called it. In Chicago are the stock-

yards. The city was the home of the

Al Capone gang. But it was also for

a time the literary capital of the

world. Ben Hecht, Dreiser, Sher-

wood Anderson, and others made

Chicago hum with literary activity.

Nearby, in Springfield, Abraham
Lincoln lived.

And Chicago is also a great city

for Israel Bonds. Every year under

the auspices of Israel bonds a "Man
of the Year" is chosen. Last year,

Philip M. Klutznick, president of

the B'nai B'rith, was chosen. An-

other year Col. Jacob M. Arvey,

the man who first projected Adlai

Stevenson as the Democratic candi-

date for President.

The choosing of the Man of the

Year has come to be looked for-

ward to even outside of the circles

of Chicago itself. This year a lead-

ing Chicago industrialist and phi-

lanthropist, Harold L. Rosenberg,

was formally honored as "Man of

the Year" at exercises on November

i. Mr. Rosenberg has brought Chi-

cago to a high place on the Israel

bond list. Under his direction Chi-

cago, in the last two years has pur-

chased five and a half million dol-

lars worth of Israel bonds.

The first national Zionist organi-

zation in America had its roots in

Chicago, when Leon Zolotkoff, edi-

tor of the Chicago Jewish Courier,

icturning from the Basel Confer-

ence in 1897, organized the Knights

of Zion.

On the building of the Federal

Courthouse in Chicago appears the

following inscription:

"On this site stood in 1851, the

first Jewish home of worship in the

state of Illinois."

The congregation referred to is

the K. A. M. Synagogue, the letters

standing for Kehillath Anshe Ma'-

arriv—Congregation of Men of the

West. The Jewish pioneers who

built the synagogue had gone west

before Greeley gave the advice.

The first Jewish settler in that

part of Illinois appears to have

been a Jew named Hayes, who serv-

ed as sheriff around 1790. But Chi-

cago itself is of a later date. The
village of Chicago was incorporat-

ed in the Van Buren administra-

tion.

That administration, those who
remember their American history

will recall, was marked by a serious

financial panic and doubtless this

helped in the growth of Chicago.

During times of depression, people

without work move westward.

The first Jew to settle in Chica-

go proper appears to have been a

Jewish peddler, whose name has

City Mortgage was first organ-

ized in 1919 as Corbett and Rhine-

hart, an insurance agency formed

by Julian Corbett and W. A. Rine-

hart.

A Small Town Teenager

Speaks on Judaism
By Bill Rothschild

Let me level with you. Two
years ago I had, perhaps less of a

background than any one of you

has now. At that time I attended a

Synagogue Youth Conclave, spon-

sored by Yeshiva University, in my
hometown, Holyoke. I would like

to relate some of the feelings I've

experienced in the past two years,

especially what has happened to me
since I began to attend Yeshiva

University.

I'm a small town boy, and I be-

lieve that I'm addressing others

from small towns. We all realize

what basic problems face the Jew-
ish teenager in these places. Let's

review some of these difficulties:

Who does not find himself

tempted, to enter a non-kosher res-

taurant, because it was the only

convenient place at which to eat.

How many times have you felt left

out because everybody was going to

the big Friday night basketball

game or the Saturday football

game? You knew that you wanted
to go, and that there was nothing

really restraining you, except that

in back of your mind there was a

small voice pleading with you, "It's

Shabbos, you mustn't go." Usually

you listened. But there was another

voice which kept repeating two

words, "Why not . . . why not? And
you, unable to answer, perhaps

even gave into that second voice.

Because, the chances are you

(and a while back, I) didn't know
why. We had a problem which has

plagued us time and time again,

the lack of a proper Jewish educa-

tion. How many of our New Eng-

land towns have no Hebrew school?

How many of you have had the

opportunity to obtain more than

an elementary understanding of

Judaism? And we know what ele-

mentary means. It means the ability

to stand up at your Bar-mitzvah

and make a pretense of understand-

ing what is for you, impossible to

comprehend.

But let's be honest with each

other. Is it really impossible? Has
the opportunity to understand our

faith really passed us by? Our wise

men tell of Akiba ben Yosef, a Ju-

dean shepherd who was once walk-

ing along a road to Jerusalem. As
he walked he said to himself, "I'm

almost forty years old and it is per-

haps too late now for me to begin

study of word of God. Who knows
if I will ever be able to achieve my
goal of understanding God's words.

Soon he came to a spring where he

stopped for water. By the side of

the spring he noticed a rock with a

little groove bored into its surface.

'What caused the groove?" he asked.

He could see no logical explanation

for it at first, then, suddenly a drop

of water fell upon the groove. It

was followed by a continuous drip-

ping of water upon the same

groove. This made him stop to

think, and ask himself this ques-

tion. 'If the hard rock may be

changed by the weak, yet persistent

drops of water, is it really hopeless

for learning to enter my mind?"

Yes this man, Akiba ben Yosef, bet-

ter known to ,us today as Rabbi

Akiba, at the age of forty, turned

toward study of the word of God,

and in due time became one of our

greatest scholars. What can we
learn from this? How much more
advantageous is our position to

that of Rabbi Akiba? Not only are

we much vounger than this great

rabbi. But we have institutions

which seek us out, to help us un-

derstand our Tewishness. How can

we even think of not taking advan-

tage of such opportunities extended

to us bv these, especiallv by Yeshiva

University?

I am fortunate enough now, to

be studying at Yeshiva U. in the re-

Again in Shaw's words: "We are all children of one Father and

the sooner we stop calling each other names the better."

AM I MY BROTHER'S KEEPER?

This is the time each year when we take a searching look at our-

selves to see how we measure up to the Commandment of Judaeo and

Christian faiths, "You shall love your neghbor as yourself." How many
of us can truthfully say that we are doing all that the Commandment
requires of us?

We shall not know true peace and freedom in our cities and
states, in our nation and in the world until all men learn to live to-

gether as brothers.

The Brotherhod of Man is a fundamental truth of religion. We
cannot be good Christians or good Jews if we deny to these, our brothers,

the rights and privileges we enjoy.

Brotherhood is a basic tenet of democracy, set forth in the self-

evident truths of the Declaration of Independence ".
. . that all men are

created equal, that they are endowed by their Creator with certain un-

alienable rights . .
."

Unless we believe in and practice Brotherhood — in the lull meaning
ot the word — we are hypocrites in our faith and in our patriotism.

Brotherhood, to achieve the ultimate goals of peace and freedom,

requires more than merely shaking hands with a fellow who happens
to be of a race or religion other than our own. Brotherhood means
that we shall treat all men as our brothers, insisting that their rights

be protected and that they shall not be denied any privileges because

of race or religion.

True Brotherhood demands that we protest vigorously when in-

justices are permitted and that we fight against all forces and influences

that foster or encourage class, racial or religious distinctions.

We cannot dodge the issue nor evade the responsibility.

He added: "That's the way a per-

son sells himself: he just shows

what he is . . . what is inside him

This was the philosophy of the

peddler's pack, expressed by one

who had learned that people like

the pack completely opened that

they may see all that it contains.

Mr. A became wealthy beyond

the wildest dreams of the boy who
left Kadan, but he insisted that the

greatest possession he or any other

person had was "the protection of

the law."

strengthening of Jewish People-

hood. That implies that it is the

purpose of Zionism to transform

the Jewish People into a Jewish

nation, and to utilize whatever col-

lective sentiment and unity survives

among Jews in the Diaspora merely

as a means toward that end."

The question remains at this

point whether the organized Zion-

ist movement as such is now the

ideal means of accomplishing this

purpose, or whether the future of

Zionism, like that of Reconstruc-

tionism, may not be as an ideolog-

ical ferment. There are many
among us who agree with Dr.

Kaplan in principle, but begin to

wonder whether Robert Gordis may
not be closer to the truth in sug-

gesting that in this country at any

rate, the Synagogue is perhaps the

agency best equipped to carry the

principle into practice.

Like every previous volume pen
ned by Mordecai Kaplan, this one
leaves the reader on a high level

of mental stimulation. Even the

disagreements and doubts with

which one closes such a book are

tributes to its author. I for one
have never found it possible to

follow Dr. Kaplan fully in his

doctrine. It seems strange to me
that one who has found it possible

to poeticize so many of the ancient

precepts and beliefs insists so rigid-

ly on retaining a literal interpreta-

tion of this one—for the express

purpose, it almost seems, of being

able to justify his repudiation of it.

For the life of me I fail to see why
our Jewish people cannot still be

considered chosen in the sense of

(to use Kaplan's own words) "pro-

viding a specific example of what
is involved in a people's dedication

to the service of God." It seems to

me, moreover, that such a doctrine

can add much to the meaning of

Jewish life for the modern Jew.

Let me also voice my discomfort

with the interpretation of Covenant

which Dr. Kaplan has been articu-

lating widely of late and which he

repeats in these pages. I am not

at all sure that I understand it. If

I do, it appears to me to be a

rather artificial construct. To the

extent that it has living validity

does not a Jew today dramatically

reaffirm the Covenant and his part

in it each time that he stands be-

fore the Torah to recite the very

words to which Dr. Kaplan takes

such vigorous excepton: "asker

bachar bawnu mikol ho-amim?

Does not the idea of Covenant

flow as an inevitable concomitant

from the modern Jew's sense of

historic identification? What would

be added by a new adult ritual?

Or by a conference of a million or

more Jews who would adopt a

rationale? That the concept of

Covenant, with the responsibility

it implies for the individual Jew,

needs refurbishing, I have no

doubt. I cannot help but wonder,

however, whether this is not more

a matter of pedagogy than of inter-

national conference or declaration.

I would be less than honest with

both Dr. Kaplan and myself if I

failed to register my fear that at

one point he has been less than

fair to Reform Judaim. He accuses

it of being "a way of talking" and

adds: "Instead of creating Jewish

environment and producing Jewish

culture, both ethical and esthetic,

for that environment, Reform is

content with harping upon the idea

of the Jews as a Chosen People on

Sabbaths and Festivals, and doing

nothing about it during the rest of

the week." I hope that at the very

least, Dr. Kaplan would now want

to tone down this vigorous and

generalized condemnation of the

Reform Movement and to acknow-

ledge that, to whatever extent it re-

flects reality, quite the same criti-

cism might be leveled against con-

siderable segments of Conservative

Judaism or even—heresy of here-

sies!—against some Reconstruction-

ists.

None of which is to be inter-

preted as a desire to minimize the

importance of Mordecai Kaplan in

general or ol his newest book in

particular. Especially in these days,

when so much of obscurantism and

escapism masquerades under the

camouflage of "religion," it is

wholesome and invigorating to be

reminded that "we experience the

reality of God in whatever gives

us a sense of life's worthwhileness,

despite the evils that mar life, and

in whatever drives us to follow our

sense or moral responsibility, re-

gardless of consequences."

Sever-

al Chicago Jews were on intimate

terms with Mr. Lincoln and one

[ew, Abraham Jonas, who lived in

nearby Quincy, 111., presided at one

of the Lincoln-Douglas debates.

Perhaps it is due to Chicago's

polyglot population - but at any

rate, relations between Jew and
non-Jew have been surprisingly

good. One noted Catholic prelate

has been honored with awards by
major Jewish organizations. A non-

Jewish labor leader in Chicago,

Wm. L. McFetridge, has rjroven

one of the most effective workers
for Israel bonds and, incidentally,

Adlai Stevenson himself one year

served as honorary chairman of Il-

linois' Israel Bond campaign.

Your Duty To Your Community
Somehow or other, at this luncheon table conversation

a little while back, the subject turned to the responsibilities

and obligations that should be assumed by an individual to a

community of his adoption. All at the table were qualified to

discuss the subject, as none of them were native Greensbur-

ghers, although several had lived there for many years.

"When I came to Greensboro thirty years ago," said one

man who has long been active in the Greensboro Jewish com-

munity life, "I was charmed by what I saw. It was my first

visit, and it did not take me long to make up my mind that

here is where I wanted to make my home. I was amazed at

the progressiveness of the city, which, together with the pleas-

ing panorama, were ample evidence of the work that had been

done by those who came here before I did. After deciding to

build my life here, I determined that I too, in turn, would
do my bit toward upbuilding the community of my choice,

so that those who came here after me would obtain the same

fine impression of Greensboro that I had received. I believe

that in my small way, I have done this."

Another commented. "1 have given much ol my time

and effort to this community, because, much to my regret,

1 was not in a position to make large contributions of money,
and I felt that in giving of my services. I was off-setting this."

Most everyone agreed with these two statements. One
however, a bit older, and a more recent settler, remarked,
"That's fine for you that have the time. I had been all through

that where I came from. I worked hard on civic programs, in

my synagogue, and on the board of the Federation, and re-

ceived small thanks tor it. Now I don't have the time. Let the

younger ones carry on."

And so the conversation went on. Finally, one man sum-

med up the situation this way: "What we do for our commu-
nity should not be done in the expectation of thanks or reward.

It should be our way of showing our appreciation of the fine

community we have here. Many of these things we have in-

herited. We have two fine houses of worship; most of the

worthwhile national Jewish organizations are represented here

by chapters. Our relationship with our neighbors is splendid.

There isn't an organization, from the country clubs down, to

which we cannot belong. We have a fine social and cultural

life. Nor can we say that we don't have time. We find time

for golf, and gin rummy. We can't pass the buck entirely to

our sons and daughters. True, they in turn, should do their

share; however, they can be helped by our experience and
guidance."

There are two ways in which an individual can live in a

small community. One is to go his own way, enjoying him-

self oblivious to, and paying no attention to those around him.

He would be indignant if you were to call him selfish; let's

be charitable and say that he doesn't think.

The other fellow makes a few sacrifices of time and
money, to help his fellow man. He takes his responsibities as

a member ol the community seriously. He gives ol his services

to one or more of the many organizations that need this service.

I am Christian, and in the broad-

er way of being Christian, I read

your Jewish column each week. It

is all to the good of my religious

education to know what other peo-

ple, not of my own religion, think

about it all. I feel my religious edu-

cation is greatly improved by my
knowing something of the religious

ideals of others; though I stay faith-

I nl in my veneration of the teach-

ings of the great Jew who was Jesus.

Like a great many other Chrisians

in these times, I find it difficult to

accept the idea of deity in Jesus,

I know him as a great good man.

Nevertheless, I call myself Chris-

tian because I try to live up to the

teachings of Jesus and have tried

to educate my children to go that

way also. I think of him as one of

the noblest of Jews.

So much lor identifying myself.

In several of your recent columns

I have read of doubts you enter-

tain about the effectiveness of

clergymen's sermons . . . including

rabbi's sermons. You have said

that though, after the service, the

congregation shakes the hand of

the sermonizer and thanks him, an

hour or so later, few of the mem-
bers could tell just what he said.

So you wonder just how effective

sermons are, and that, anyway

clergymen should make them much
shorter; of course, you give that

idea particularly to rabbis. But I,

too, have had to take long, long

one s in church .

However, there was one long ser-

mon, that I thoroughly enjoyed. I've

related this story to some of my

lady-friends among the Jewish peo-

ple and they told me they've en-

joyed the rabbi's sermon in exactly

the same way as I delighted in our

own minister's sermon that Sunday.

You sec. it was a very long ser-

mon. I followed it on the watch on
my wrist ... io minutes, 15, 20

minutes. Then I couldn't take it

any longer. I began to doze on it,

and in a few seconds escaped that

sermon altogether. What a gor-

geous dream I had away from that

tiresome sermon: I dreamt I had

won in a bridge game. Before that

I had always lost at bridge. Oh, I

was so happy silting there dreaming

of bridge victory in the pew while

our minister was preaching!

I dreamt also, most joyously, that

my husband had been elevated to

vice president from secretary of the

company in which he is employed.

He had just entered our dooi

shouting the great news when I

awoke.

Our minister still was preachng.
I looked at my watch. It told me
that he had already spoken 35
minutes and still was going strong.

At 41 minutes he was finally

through.

Then, alter the service, when
everyone was coming up to the

minister to tell him what a great

sermon he had given, I said to

him: "Yes. I certainly enjoyed that

sermon because I slept through

half of it. I had two lovely dreams."

He laughed with me . . . "I'm

so happy to hear it," he said. You
see, he's a clergyman with a sharp

sense of humor, and he added,

"Maybe I shouldn't make my ser-

mons any shorter since the long

ones put you and other pepole so

Jrappily to sleep." 1

I've been telling the story to some

of my Jewish friends and only the

other day one of them said: "Our
rabbi also has put me to sleep by

long sermons. You say you won at

bridge while your minister was

preaching too long. Well, after our

rabbi had preached 25 minutes, I

fell asleep. I dreams I made a wild

canasta. It was such a pleasure."

I all asleep over sermons ... in

churches and in synagogues . . .

because sermons-areJar too long.

My husband and I agree that in

15 minutes a clergyman, of what-

ever faith, can tell all he has to say.

Don't preachers realize that a

sermon that's too long soon is

forgotten by the tired minds that

have to listen to them, to say

nothing of the minds that fall

asleep on the long sermon?

I'm writing this to you, Mr. Segal,

toward the purpose of having the

length of all sermons reduced to

15 minutes — a period of time in

which a lot of words and ideas can

be crowded. The Ten Command-

ments can be read off in far less

time than that. Sincerely, Mrs.

Happy Dreams.

Yes, thanks to you Mrs. Dreamer

I myself remember a sermon that

was only 18 minutes long. The one

who gave it was no minister of

religion ... a newspaper writer,

rather. The ordained minister of a

Presbyterian church had gone hunt-

ing lor pheasants that week and
this newsman was invited to preach

in his place that Sunday.

This fill-in preacher started writ-

ing his sermon with high resolve;

He said, "I'll make it no longer

than 18 minutes; then nobody will

fall asleep on it."

American Notables

David Camden De Leon
1846

About micl-i 9th century the best

Jewish minds thought in terms of

integration into the life, culture,

and religion of the Christian envir-

onment. Voltairean enlightenment

had all but demolished the founda-

tions of belief among the intellec-

tuals. If religion was merely a

mish mash of superstition, priest-

craft, and politics, then why cling

to the most unpopular among the

sects that persisted in standing

apart as if in defiance of the civil-

ized majority's progress?

Yet it was not quite the thing to

plunge into the baptismal font and

glow with the fervor of a rustic

convert. It took the genius of a Dis-

raeli to perceive that since "half of

the civilized world worshipped a

Jew and the other half a Jewess" it

was absurd to shy away from such

august relationship. Boldly avowing

pride in his Jewish lineage, Dis-

raeli created the profoundest im-

press upon his generation and
achieved immortality. The De-

Leons of South Carolina, though

capable, patriotic, and even idealis-

tic, sought to conceal their origin

and were forgotten.

In 1791 Mordecai Hendricks De-

Leon was born in Camden, South

Carolina. He became a physician

and married the charming, brilliant

Rebecca Lopez of Charleston. Of
their six children, Edwin made his

mark in diplomacy and literature,

Thomas Cooper as a journalist and
playwright, and Agnes as translator

and writer. But David Camden
chose his father's calling and stud-

ied medicine. After graduating at

the University of Pennsylvania in

1836 with the degree of M. D., he

enlisted in the army and was sent

to the Florida tropics to treat the

sick and wounded soldiers of the

Seminole War.

By the time the Mexican War be-

gan, David Camden DeLeon had

developed into a competent sur-

geon. He served in the army of Gen.

Zachary Taylor. In a furious battle

with Mexico's Santa Anna, all the

American officers were killed or

wounded. The U. S. troops stood

in clanger of being routed for lack

ol leadership. In a critical moment

the Jewish surgeon jumped into the

breach at Chapultepec. Without

military training, David Camden
DeLeon took command and snatch

ed \ ictory from the jaws of defeat.

This bold act earned him the sobri-

quet of "Fighting Doctor'' and a

double thank you from Congress.

In i860, DeLeon obtained a mili-

tary leave of absence because of

sickness and \isited his brother Ed-

win, who was Consul Genera] in

Egypt. Uneasily did the brothers

scan the political horizon and

watch the clouds hovering over

their native land. Both were proud

and happy in the service of their

country. Both faced the same dilem-

ma that confronted Robert E. Lee,

the Southern Senators, and many
eminent Americans. In the event of

secession, which Dr. DeLeon did

not at all approve, what was his

patriotic duty, remain in the army

that would fight the south, or re-

sign his commission and follow the

state?

A letter to his brother Edwin re-

veals the bitter state of his divided

loyalties. "Treason and patriotism

are next door neighbors and only

accident makes you strike the right

knocker, Revolution is treason even

if right, if unsuccessful ... a South-

ern Confederacy seems as near a

fact as human foresight can dive in

the future. The wire-pullers have

fixed their line so that the elec-

tricity has been infused into the

masses. Interest has been supersed-

ed by pseudo patriotism and they

do not count the pecuniary loss.

The loss of country, or the status

we will occupy as separate confed-

eracies; love of country is merged

into unnatural hate of section ... I

have loved my country. I have

fought under its flag, and every star

and stripe is dear to me. But I am

still convinced that no man can be

a patriot who is afraid of being

thought a traitor."

But when war came, his troubled

conscience decided for the Con-

tederacy. Getting out ol the army

was not too easy. DeLeons letter

came to General Winfield Scott, his

old friend and commander during

the Mexican days. The General re-

lieed 1 accept the resignation ol

his surgeon who, as major, now

ranked pretty high in the army

medical staff. Scott begged him to

remain, and offered a post in the

Xoithwestern frontier too far away

for any lighting against his south-

ern comrades. The commander

threatened arrest, and DeLeon vir-

tually had to flee across the new

frontier.

In Ric hmond, President Davis as-

signed to DeLeon the important

and difficult task of organizing the

medical department of the Con-

federate Army. He served as Sur-

geon General until superseded by

Dr. Samuel Preston Moor'', also ol

South CaroMna. who had outrank-

ed him in the U. S. Army. DeLeon
also served in the field, in hospitals,

in various capacities until the war's

end.

The war that a'most wrecked the

Union also complexed the minds

of Americans on both sides of the

conflict. Puffed up with victory, the

radical wing of the Federals now
thirsted for vengeance. The Con-

federates also lost sense of propor-

tion in their premonitions and re-

sentments. Men of large intellectual

calibre such as Judah P. Benjamin,

Robert Y. Thombs, together with a

host of lesser celebrities refused to

live on in their home country by

the grace of the conqueror. They
left and some never returned.

David Camden DeLeon was

among the loyal Dixians who quit-

ted their homeland. He tried Mex-
ico, but could find little happiness

there. He suffered, and it is diffi-

cult to determine which affected

him most, the defeat and prostra-

tion of his beloved South, or the

collapse of his fervent faith in that

symbolic entity summed up by the

Stars and Stripes. He returned to

the U. S. A. upon the invitation of

his former colleague in the Mexican

War, General Ulysses S. Grant, now

th< m st eminent personality in all

America. The Fighting Doctor set-

tled in Albuquerque, New Mexico,

where he had property. He prac-

ticed medicine and displayed the

family penchant for literary ex-

pression. His terse and vigorous

writings in medical journals were

widely read and admired. Never

married, he died in Albuquerque

at 59 years of age.

In Dr. DeLeon one senses a deep-

er tragedy than mere disillusion-

ment. A more profound intellect

would perhaps have perceived in

the defeat of the Confederacy and

in the Reconstruction that followed

the birth pangs of a greater and

purer Federal Union. The blood

shed by a million Americans ce-

mented more firmly the foundation

of a United States that one day

would lead the world in progressive

self-government. The South itself,

cleansed of the moral taint of slav-

ery, subsequently emerged richer

and spiritually purified.

The DeLeon malady stemmed

from escapism. In their desire to

forsake their origins, they cut the

cables with a rich spiritual tradi-

tion. They attempted to substitute

patriotism for religion only to learn

that the state can also disappoint

and disillusion. It would seem that

after the loneliness of self-imposed

exile to Mexico, David Camden
would seek a more stimulating en-

vironment than the frontier town
Albuquerque, a vertiable Sahara of
anything intellectual in the 1870s.

ISADORE CARTON
Richmond, Virginia

A wiry, Russian born youth of

seventeen years, set foot on the

soil of the United States in July of

i .913-. His thick shock of black hair

and the determination that spark-

led in his eyes fore-told the re-

markable success and the friendly

smile which were only the fore-

runner of the many smiles he was

to give forth to all, in the name

of human rights to his fellow man.

Isadore Canon found his way to

Philadelphia, where his first job

was in an auction house at a salary

of six dollars a week He was one of

ten' employees, but after a short

period of two years, as he say? it,

quite simply.. "I became the top

man there." In 1918 Mr. Carton

went into business for himself with

a partner, who was by his side for

seventeen years, in every venture.

Their immediate success caused

therri to pledge one another that

for the rest of their lives they

would never work for anyone in

business, but always for their fel-

low man. This pledge is as yet un-

broken. Mr. Carton's business ven-

tures soon had him covering the

United States, from coast to coast.

In 1919 lie married Sarah Krug-

er of Philadelphia. Pa., who bas

helped him in his endeavors Tired

of traveling and never being able

to settle clown in one city, as a

home, they decided to seek the

place where friendships could be

formed, on a permanent basis.

Coming to Richmond and with

the purchase of two line stores,

the Cartons decided that this then,

would be their home; in Rich-

mond Va. Interested in human be-

ings and always trying to better

the lot of his less fortunate fellow

man, Isadore Carton always had

time to work on any and all com-

mittees along these humanitarian

lines. Still interested in outside

purchases of businesses in other

States, Mr. Carton, even at a per-

sonal and business sacrifice, was bh

hand when ever' there was a Drive

or Fund raising activities in Rich-

mond for the Jewish and non-Jew-

ish causes. Never conteni with one

narrow line of interest, Mr. Carton

plunged into all civic calls for ac-

tion. He was one of the founders

of The Beth Sholom Home for the

aged and us only Treasurer since

its inception. Recently he received

an award from the Board of Di-

rectors and Officers of the Home
for being amongst the deeply in-

terested workers and his active abil-

ity for the finances of the Home
and the Building Fund, as well as

the membership. Fie is a member
ol the Executive Board for The
United Jewish Appeal in Rich-

mond, Va-, as well as the Rich

mond Jewish Community Council,

also a member of the Oak Flill

Country Club of Richmond, Va.

His main in'.erest is a job most

people avoid, il they can. but Isa-

dore Carton relishes the hard job

of liquidating all delinq.uient ac-

counts for the many welfare proj-

ects. His success and friendly abil-

ity to do this without hurl is a ie-

markable achievement. H? is also

a member ol the Budget Committee

for the Richmond United Jewish

Appeal.

Deeply interested in the aims

and efforts of the B'nai Brlth Or-

ganization, Mr. Carton, in Novem-

ber 1958 received an award from

The National B'nai B'rith, "The

Retention Award" which reads in

part, 'For devoted accomplish-

ment and advancing the high pur-

pose and furthering the strength

of B'nai B'rith". A similar award

was also presented Mr. Carton in

i 957, from the District Grand

Lodge No. 5. The Richmond Do-

minion Lodge gave him i similar

citation in 1951. The Distinguish-

ed Service Award from the Rich-

mond Jewish Community Council

was given him at the Annual

awards meeting in 1957.

To perpetuate and honor his ef-

forts for the Beth Sholom Home a

bronze plaque, with nis graven

image, hangs on the walls of the

Beth Sholom Home since the open-

ing of the new building. Isadore

Carton and his devoted wife, Sarah

will leave lor Israel on the S. S.

Zion, April L'L. 1959, where they

will attend die B'nai B'rith Con-

vention in Israel on Mav 25th. His

keen interest in Israel for these past

many years has shown clearly in

his avid selling of Bonds lor Israel.

His purchases of the bonds runs

his selling a close second The Car-

tons have one son, Murray K.

Freedom For A Purpose
Guest Passover Editoral by Rabbi David H. Rose.

Temple Emanuel, Winston-Salem, N. C.

Within a lew weeks we will observe another Passover.

Wives and mothers will make elaborate preparations, and
beautiful Passover tables will be set in our homes on the

Eve of the Holiday. The symbolic foods and our ceremonies

and songs will bring fond memories back to many of us.

We will carry out the command to tell our children the

Passover story, as our own parents did and as Jewish parents

have done through these many centuries. Our ancestors tasted

the bitterness of slavery—Jewish life and thought never iorgot.

In many ways and on many occasions during the year, the

tradition of our people woidd have us remember that ancient

experience in Egypt. And as we conduct the Seder and retell

the story in the words of the Haggadah. we realize that Pass-

over has lost none of its vigor and meaning. It retains its

place in Jewish life because its theme, the idea of freedom,

is an eternal human goal, as much a problem of mankind as

it ever was.

As at other times in the past, there are today lands where

Jews are oppressed and deprived ol their rights as citizens.

Our sympathy and understanding, therefore, go out to them
and to all men so oppressed and trodden upon by other mem-
bers of the society in which they live.

There is something in men which will not long endure

tyranny or enslavement in silence. When denied them, people-

will ultimately demand their legitimate rights and oppor-

tunities. The contemporary world has seen numerous rebellions

by nations against tyrants who ruled so viciously in their own
interests. We also witness today the phenomenon of freedom

coming to peoples in parts of the world which have been

dominated for generations by foreign powers.

People usually think of freedom in only one sense, that

of freedom from, - from all that would submerge human life

and potential. True, this is the first and primary aspect of

freedom. As such it is something which we American Jews

have in great measure. But God's words to Pharoah. "Let My
people go that they may serve Me," should remind us of the

other aspect, freedom for something, for a purpose. On Pass-

over we might do well to ponder whether we use wisely and
well the freedoms which are ours. Let us realize that the mean-
ing of freedom is truly fulfilled only when we use it to assume
the higher responsibilities which it makes possible and the

deeper obligations which it should suggest.

A Needless Waste
Among the numerous letters, announcements, press re-

leases, etc., that come to our desk daily is one group that irks

this writer considerably. They are the pieces of mail that come
special delivery and air-mail, Most of them are from national

Jewish organizations that need funds to carry out their par-

ticular job.

With the recent increase in postal rates, these 'special

handling'' communications run into money. In the vast ma-
jority of cases, the information contained is not particularly

vital as to time. Regular postage would suffice. Multiply the

ones we receive by the number of other publications to whom
these mailings are sent, and over the period of the year there-

is the possibility for considerable savings.

Some organizations are more at fault than others, al-

though there are few that are completely guiltless. In a few

instances we have even received page-long telegrams. We have

remonstrated with some of the worst offenders and have yet to

receive a single reply to our protests.

We are aware that the item of postage is a compartively

small one in the over-all expense of most organizations, and
vet when appeals come, as they invariably do, we have a per-

sonal involuntary negative reaction when we know of the need-

less waste that goes on. To-day, with the resistance that many
appeals are experiencing, every dollar diverted from its main
purpose hurts the ability of the organization to function suc-

cessfully.

Another and kindred waste is the tremendous amount
of needless mailings, and the duplication. We often receive

the same notice three separate times—once addressed to the

publication, another to the Editor, and still a third to the

writer personally.

We strongly urge that organizations check into this mat-

ter of needless expenses, as a means of retaining as much of

their funds as possible for the purposes for which they are

intended.

A Hopeful (?) Sign

The in! lux of Jews into Israel from Roumania poses

interesting questions and problems. The problems, while-

complex and important, nevertheless must rank second in im-

portance to the questions, for, out of the correct answers to

the questions may come a portent of what lies ahead for the

civilizations of the world.

The question mark in the heading to this editoral has

to do with the motivation in the new attitude taken by the

Kremlin-dominated Roumania in permitting its Jews to go

en masse to Israel. Dare we hope that this might mean a

relaxing of Russia's heretofore adamant refusal to permit

any emigration from its own and satelite countries?

There are so many inconsistencies in Soviet policies that

any hopeful sign from their actions might be considered mere-

ly wishful thinking. For example, word now comes of elaborate,

major plans in Russia for the celebration of the 100th

birthday of the noted Yiddishist, Sholem Aleichem. It was

All Passovers are danger-fraught.

The transition is anticipated to

the point of dependence. One
never believes it even after it is

made. One is sometimes astounded

by the even:, because the event

is continuous and has no demar-

ation, and whether we .ire on

this side or that, the qualifications

remain the same: we are faced

anew with the direction of still

another pas? ever, another altera-

tion, another departure.

There is, therefore, no certitude

that Israel has permanently cross-

ed the Red Sea.

A fearful thing ihis crossing of

;he Red Sea. and a fearfvil thing

even the nomenclature of that

water. (Red Sea from Egypt, and

now from Eastern Europe, the

crossing again of the Red Sea. It is

corporeal color; it is with wrath

and anger. Red.)

All goings, therefore, for Israel

are goings from Egypt. The resi-

due of all things everywhere are

Egypt. Egypt is quality. It is not

to be confused with some gross

portion of land. That land there,

by the Nile, was just a deliberately

exposed outpost. It was a stage

set for the THING. The going

from Egypt was the going from

ihe Unclean Places; denunciation

of Egypt was the assertion that

henceforth all assistance from the

demonic powers forever to be for-

feited.

And how frightening that

change. The events on the other-

side are awesome. One confers

directly with the Voice. One is

given a sign in the heavens. One
can no longer repress the suspicion

that God only and little else

exists. For those still confused in

die reqinrements of visibility He
plays small tricks. He splits a

river in two. He sinks an army. He
detains a man named Moses forty-

days on a mountain top, and re-

turns him with a direct communi-

cation graven on stone: a com-

munication containing ten tele-

graphic injunctions, all brief,

brisk and to the point. The carni-

val of initations never ends. There
is a gift called manna from heaven,

and Moses, for some water, beats

a stone. His body is never re-

covered. It is a dream sequence.

It reoccurs indubitably in the

act of dying, which is also a de-

parture, a passing over, a tran-

sition from ihe genera!

No other Yiddish writer, with

the possible exception of Mendele

Afohar Sfqrim and I. L. Perez iias

captured and still holds spell-

bound the imagination of th.<3

Jewish people everywhere that

Sholem Aleichem (nee Solomon

Rabinowitz). The three contem-

porary craftsmen are universally

regarded as the central pillars of

modern Yiddish literature.

Born in 1859 in the little Rus-

sian town of Pereiaslaw, Pol caver

region (he died in New York in

1916) young Solomon belonged to

a fairly prosperous and ample
family. From his father, a rnaskil,

scholar Hebraist and disciple of

the Talner Rebbe, he inherited

a love of spiritual pursuits.

As a boy he revealed traits of

Irrepressible wit, a bend for funnv

impersonations and merry-making.

Me quickly sensed the humor of

people and situations with a fever-

ish puckish fancy, but it did not

permeate his early writings The
pieces he wrote in Hebrew and
Russian were designed to improve

the people's lot, and to reprove

those he held responsible for their

misery and poverty. They were in

keeping with the spirit of the

Reformation period.

In 1881 he came upon Zeber-

baum's "Judishen Folksblatr," and

ihe style of its essays and news

stories written in simple fluent

Yiddish, intrigued and inspired

him. Two years later the paper

published his work, and he mar-

ried the girl whom he had tutored

in Russian.

This turn of events marked the

beginning of his fruitful career.

At the same time he launched a

series of business ventures which

were occasionallv successful, but

ultimately proved disastrous. In

SS88, he sponsored the literary-

rritical annual, 'A'iddishe Folks-

bibliothek" (only two issues) which

boosted the burgeoning Yiddish

belles letters. He also shepherded

other periodicals contributed to

Hamelitz and Yiddish journals

and joined the editorial staff

' 1920-4) of M)er Freind." the first

Yiddish dail\ newspaper in Rus-

sia.

He took the pen-name "Sholem

Aleichem'' because it suggested to

him an aura of breezy familiarity,

a feeling of non-partisanship which

was uncommon on the part of

writers in an era of social ferment

imd revolutionary upheaval.. It

may have also indicated a path in

literature entirely his own, and

away from the stuffy, ornate

pedantry that had dominated Yid-

dish expression.

His prominence in Russia grew

by leaps and bounds, and his

frequent lecture tours resembled

triumphal matches.

Up till the last moment, thev

didn't even know if 'hero would be

food for tlit Passover. The Jews

were hemmed in on all side->. The
Arab Legion had the upper hand,

keeping up a continuous bombard-

ment on the city from the sin

rounding hills, and commanding
the highway along the road the

convoys had to travel to bring food

to the besieged population.

Four times in the previous two

weeks food convoys from Tel Aviv

had succeeded in running the

gauntlet. I'he danger point was

>ome 20 kilometres before Jeru-

salem, where the mountains o!

Judea converged into a long, deep

gullev. The entrance, at Bab el

Wad. had been blockaded. 1 he

Arabs waited behind the great

boulders overhanging the road on

either side, to pick off the trucks

as thev climbed slowlv up the

narrow defile. In charge of getting

the convoys through the valley of

death was a special fighting force

of native-born Jerusalemites • hoys

and girls of 16, 17. and 18. The
commander was himself not yet. 19.

The last and biggest convoy,

some 200 lorries, with matzoth and

other supplies, succeeded in reach-

ing Jerusalem after a battle that

raged from early morning to dusk.

Thirty trucks were immobilized, 24

of the young defender-, were

wounded and six were killed Im-

mediately after, on the 20th, three

days before the Passover, the Arabs

won out in the see saw struggle for

the highway, and the 65,000 besieg-

ed souls in Jerusalem knew that

their supply route was sealed off.

Uncomplaining they stood in

their queues. Daily, hourly, all

over the city, the queues were shell-

ed and people were killed As soon

as there w.is a lull, the others as-

sembled again, without panic, to

wait their turn for the quarter

loaf of bread and the bucket of

stagnant water, the daily ration for

a family of four.

The continuous bombardment
was intended to break their mor-

ale. The Arab Legion, with its

crack British officers, expected that

the people would clamour to give

up the struggle. That they would

panic, and flock out of the city,

congesting the roads and impeding

I had some very funny experi-

ences at Palestine cafes twenty

five years ago. I p issed one of the

open air cafe:- in Haifa, and went

in and ordered a Glida. I had

learned it was the Hebrew word

for ice cream, although it sounded

to me like the name of a Holly-

wood actress. I was surprised to

find that it lasted like ice cream.

Of course, since Ghda is ice cream

there was no reason why it

shouldn't taste like ice cream, but

everything about a Jewish country

impressed me as strange in those

days.

As f wa-; sitting in the cafe

eating my Glida. my eye caught

the face of a man drinking a

demi-tassee of Turkish coffee. He
was the only customer in the cafe

at the time beside, myself anci i

was a little lonely. I thought he

must be a Chalut/ or something

and I thought I would try my
Hebrew - such as it is and ask if he

had been in the country long. He
looked at me blank faced. "Excuse

me, he bhu ted out in English,

"I don't understand Hebrew.

I remember sir-

ting with 'lie Jewish poet and

writer, Heftman, later to become

well known as the very beloved

editor of Haboker. Heftman loved

Jerusalem, ioved everything about

the Yishub but his heart longed

lor people • for more people

more Jews. "Ah," he said once,

"if we only could have here the

million Jews of Warsaw here -

yes, the rich and the poor, the

poor in their rags and squalor,

the good and the bad."

Alas, most of those Jews were

to meet a tragic end far from

Israel - bur Heftman did live

long enough to see a ies- lonely

Israel. Between my first and second

Passover visits, the Jewish popu-

lation increased from "00,000 to

two million. And how the coun

try had changed otherwise. When
I was there the first Passover you

looked in vain for a bit of green

grass. You wondered how David

had ever written the 23rd psalm:

"He maketh me to lie down in

green pastures." But the green

pastures were very evident during

my second Passover visit. Every-

where you see grass and how one

appreciates it after its absence.

not loo many years ago that Jews were persecuted in Russia
merely because they wrote in Yiddish. What this turn-about
might mean is anybody's guess.

The problems presented by the Roumania influx, mainly
financial, will have to be solved for the most part, by the
United Jewish Appeal. Their campaign for additional funds
should receive generous response from every American Jew.

One cannot mention the Roumanian situation without
referring to the attitude, entirely in character, taken by the

American Council for Judaism. Max Fisher, chairman of the

Washington chapter of the Council, called upon the United
States government asking that it re-examine our country's at-

titude toward the exodus of Roumanian Jews to Israel. This
seems to echo the concern of the Arab countries. Nothing
would be more ridiculous than this, except perhaps, the state-

ment made by Rabbi Elmer Berger, executive vice-president

of the Council, in defending Mr. Fisher's action. Said Rabbi
Berger, "We certainly agree with everything that Max Fisher

wrote in his letter to the Washington Post. We did not ask the

State Department to halt the Roumanian exodus. We merely

asked the U. S. Government to give a full report on what the

situation really is and whether it agrees with American policy

in the Middle Fast.

Israel's very existance. It is im-

possible to think of what Israel

would be like today, in terms of

both national defense and eco-

nomic growth, if noit for this

great technical university, and the

men and women who are trained

there. The builders, the chemists,

the architects, the engineers who

are trained by Technion are in-

dispensable — and we need more

of them.

I am sure that this is well known

to you. At this time, however, I

should like to turn to another

aspect of Technion's contribution

to the life of Israel. And to do so,

I must take a moment to tell you

something about the nature of

the problems which face us-

The most dynamic element af-

fecting the growth and develop-

ment of Israel today is immigra-

tion. I refer not merely to the

100,000 Jews who are expec ted to

come to the country during the

present year. We must look even

further ahead - into the next ten

years of our existence, when our

population will reach a total of

three million people. And I must

tell you, in all seriousness, that

we may reach that figure much

sooner than most people expect.

We must be ready to receive and

absorb these people. We must be

concerned not only with housing

them and feeding them, but also

with providing them with produc-

tive jobs — integrating them into

the economy of the country. These

are tasks whidh face industry,

above all — and these are added

leasons why we must do every-

thing possible further to extend

and deepen Israeli industry.

How much out approach has

.hanged during recent years, un-

der the impact of conditions! In

the early days the emphasis was

placed almost wholly on agricul-

ture. Today, instead of boasting

proudly of the production rate of

Jewish chickens or Jewish cows,

we talk of kilowatt hours, and

production of air-conditioning

units or diesel engines. Of course

there are limits to industrializa-

Speaking publicly for the first

time in his capacity as president of

the Weizmann Institute of Science,

Ambassador Abba Eban delivered

a brillant oration analyzing Weiz-

mann's historic relationship to-

wards national resurgence in Israel

and Israel's role in the world's pres-

ent scientific revolution.

Eban's address in Hebrew was

given at the Sixth Annual Weiz-

mann Day Assembly on Memorial

Plaza in Rehovoth, before 7,000

people, including President Ben

Zvi, Prime Minister Ben Gurion,

other members of the Israel Gov-

ernment and the entire diplomatic

corps, as well as a galaxy of not-

ables from all over the world.

Among the many overseas visitors

were the entire United Jewish Ap-

peal Study Mission.

The theme of the 1958 Memorial

Day exercises was accent on lights.

The proceedings began in total

darkness and was climaxed by the

lighting of ten torches symbolizing

the State's anniversary, and six

torches marking Dr. Weizmann's

sixth Yahrzeit. Along the beautiful

avenue leading to the Plaza, all of

the Institute's buildings were lit by

floodlights, and torches flared at

intervals along the mile-long foot-

way.

Ambassador Eban was the sole

speaker; the Israel Philharmonic

Orchestra performed under the

leadership of the famed Swiss con-

ductor, Paul Sacher, and Jan

Peerce internationally famed ten-

or, chanted Elmali Rachamim. Ozer

Weizmann, the Commanding Offi-

cer of Israel's Air Force, recited

Kaddish at his uncle's graveside,

bringing the spine-tingling cere-

mony to a close.

Mr. Meyer W. Weisgal, chairman

of the Weizmann Institute's Execu-

ive Council, opened the proceed-

ings, declaring: "In the tenth year

of the founding of the State of Israel

and on the sixth anniversary of the

passing of our revered leader, we
are happy to announce the comple-

tion of the first phase of Yad

Chaim Weizmann. Within the com-

pass of Yad Weizmann we have

tried to foster and develop those

spiritual, cultural, and scientific

values which Dr. Weizmann held to

be indispensable in the furtherance

of Israel's sovereign, national exist-

ence.

"We shall now proceed with the

second part of this program, name-

ly, to fill that framework with

meaning and content so that the

values thus created will enrich Is-

rael's national life and contribute

towards fulfilling the purpose and

aims towards which the State of

Israel is but the means."

fail to increase Israel's weight when
a comparative balance of strength

and importance is drawn between

her and her neighbors. Israel's

scientific discovery has given ma-
jestic vindication to Israel's faith

in the unity of nature and the unity

of man."

(he fighting ''orces. The people of

Jerusalem realized this, and united

they stood up to dieir ordeal, un-

flinching as fi-.rusalcm stone Thev
did not know it then, but it was

because they were willing to die

rather than give up the city, that

Jerusalem became part of the [ew-

ish State.

By the eve of the Passover, Jeru-

salem had not even telephone con-

nections with the rest of the coun-

try. The British were still there,

and the maintaining of communi-
cations - as well as law and order -

was still in their hands. But with

ihree weeks to go before the Mand-
ate ended, they had thrown up all

pretence of government, and had
barricaded themselves in for safetv.

Explosions and automatic fire re-

sounded throughout the city. From
the direction of Amman, in Trans-

Jordan, convoys of armored cars

ol the Arab Legion were reported

converging in a steady stream on

the Old City.

At the same time a great convoy

snaked along the darkening high-

way from the direction of Tel

Aviv, bearing food for besieged

Jerusalem. This had been a brain

wave on the part of Dov Joseph.

The ex-Canadian was the only

member of the Jewish Agency re-

maining in Jerusalem. It was he

who kept the community going -

water, electricity, food. Joseph

gambled on his conviction that the

Arabs would not expect the Jews

to travel on Shabbath. With the

Arabs caught off their guard, most

of die convoy might be able to

reach Jeusalem by daylight.

As night fell, the besieged popu-

lation sat down to celebrate the

feast of Liberation. From the

barricaded houses came the recital

of the miracles and the wonders by

which Cod had set His people

free. The chant was loud and con-

fident, although the feast was peri-

lously akin to a fast, and in some
homes there was little more to eat

than the bitter herb of affliction -

cutlets made from "hubetzah," the

wild mallow which rich and poor

women alike went out to pick in

the fields for lack of vegetables.

In his stately home in Rehavia,

built as an act of confirmation

during the Arab riots of 1929, Dov
Joseph presided over the family

Seder as he had done ever since he

had been a boy in Canada. His

wife, Coldie Joseph, a fighter of

equal calibre, did her part. Al-

though some of their oldest and

dearest friends - the cream of the

country's doctors and scientists -

had been hideously done to death

in the Hadassah ambush only a

week before: although people

were being killed all around them,

and the situation could hardly be

blacker, everything was the same
as in previous years, except for the

food. She bought out the best sil-

ver and the best china, as she had

always done. And as always, for the

Seder, they wore dinner dress.

There was shooting; all over the

place. A young soldier stood on

in the hall. People wereguard

coming and going, and Dov Joseph

was being called out for consulta-

tion all the time. When that hap-

pened, his step-father took over.

"We felt we had to carry on with

the Seder as long as possible, to set

an example," Mrs. Joseph told me.

"We had to set the example that

you grit your teeth and you carry

on. That you don't let the perpet-

ual shooting and the terrible un-

certainty break your morale."

Seder, because the Joseph's young-

est daughter, Leila was not there.

Ever since she was eight years old,

Leila had arranged the Seder songs.

Every detail of the Seder was a

joy to her. It was the holiday of

national liberation, and every

since she could remember - she-

was born in 1928 - the Jews of

Palestine had been fighting for

their liberation. From the tme she

w as sixteen she herself had been in

the Palmach, guarding border

settlements. She had done duty it

Babel Wad, and later in the Negev .

On this night Leila was starving

on Mt. Canaan, together with the

big Palmach detachment which

finally took Safad and Tiberius.

This was her last Seder. She was

killed in action five months later,

blown up by a mine together with

two other girls.

"And it came to pass at mid-

night," chanted Dov Joseph, fer-

vently. Over and over again, while

the prayer at the back of his mind

beat out its own rhythm, "Let

them pass through before day-

light . . . before daylight . . . be-

fore daylight . .
."

His prayer was answered. At

Shachrit the next morning men in

fur hats and curled side locks

came pouring out of the syna-

gogues at the news that a convoy

was winding its way through the

outskirts of Jerusalem. The drivers

and their escorts were roaring out

Passover songs, Chad Gad 'Yah;

Chad Gad 'Yah to dance rhythm.

Cheering and singing crowd.-)

gathered along the streets, on the

balconies, on the roofs, welcoming

their soldiers, Jewish soldiers who
had broken through the blockade

to the besieged city. The soldiers

who had suffered and attacked and

conquered to bring them food.

This moment of welcome was

something that no one would ever

forget, neither the besieged nor

the rescuers. It made up for all

that they had suffered.

It was true what the Palestine

Post had written in its Passover

editorial. Nearly 3,400 years had

passed since the great Exodus from

Egyptian bondage which marked

the foundation of the Jewish na-

tion. Mighty nations had broken

their promises to the Jews. "But

the Jews kept faith with them-

selves. They will keep faith with

themselves now."

The Scientist Who Became Famous

Overnight

Joel (Giuiio; Racah. Head of the

Department of Theoretical Physics

at the Hebrew University, was a

Professer at the University of Pisa

while still in his twenties. He was

born in Florence in 1909. "Mathe-

matics is in my blood," says this

dark, burl) man with the quick

smile and the twinkling eyes be-

hind horn rimmed glasses. "My
father was an engineer, my ma-

ternal uncle was Professor of

Mathematics at the University of

Turin for forty years, and 'both his

sons are physicists., one at the Na-

tional Bureau of Standards, Wash-
ington, D. C , and the other at the

famous Massachusetts institute of

Technology, where he is Professor

of Physics. But so far none of my
three children show leanings that

way."

Racah came to Palestine in 1939,

after having been dismissed from

Pisa because he was a Jew, and was

appointed the first Professor of

Theoretical Physics at the Hebrew
University on Mount Scopus at the

age of thirty. While there he be-

gan his studies of atomic structure

and its detei ruination by Mathe-

matical means. In 1942 he evolved

the Racah Formula, which was an

algebraic technique to shorten cal-

culations on the movement of elec-

trons in atoms in the same way as

astronomers can determine the

movement of stars by mathematical

formulae.

His work was interrupted by the

War of Independence in which he

served as Deputy Commander of

the Haganah Unit defending the

University. A little later he was

smuggled from Mount Scopus into

the besieged city of Jerusalem to

help make the motar shells used

by "Davidke," the one real weapon
the Haganah possessed. He Avas

then put in charge of a group to

find ways of making ammunition
and bombs oul ol available mate-

rial.

While Professor Racah was busy

with "Molotov Cocktail" research

and cut oil from the res! of the

world, Dr. Gopper-Meyer, of Chi-

cago University, proved that the

arrangement of particles in nuclei

was similar to that of electrons in

atoms. This meant that the Racah
method based on the study of light

rays emitted by electrons, could

now be used for nuclear research.

As soon as the siege was over he

went off io attend the Conference

on Nuclear Physics held in Bir-

mingham, and found that he had

become famous overnight. The
"Racah Coefficient" had become a

scientific household word and is

now used to study any kind of nu-

clear structure. Books of tables

based on this coefficient are being

published in many parts of the

world, including Oak Ridge

Tennessee, the Atomic: Energv

plant of Canada at Chalk River,

and the Astronomical Observatory

of Tokyo.

Using this method, Professor

Racah has gone on to study atoms

that have a greater number of elec-

trons moving lound their nucleus.

As this movement determines the

chemical properties of the atom it

increases our knowledge of com-

plicated elements such as Sanarium

and Uranium. The latter has 92

The

Negev, the wilderness, has in fact

taken on an almost mystically sym-

bolic significance in our history.

The word desert in the course of

our peregrinations has always con-

jured up not only tale but hope,

exodus and redemption, wander-

ing and journey's end. Even now,

when the dieam has emerged into

Israel, there is no separating us

from Negev, even as we are eternal-

ly bound to Sinai. To this very

day, the Negev is Israel's dream

and reality.

It is popularly believed that

climatic changes during the past

ten thousand years have been re-

sponsible for the disappearance

of a whole series of civilizations

in the Negev. But Dr. Glueck s

evidence shows that was not the

fact. Not weather but wars and

protracted economic conditions

were responsible lor that situation.

However, this writer is less con-

cerned with the purely archaelo-

gical aspects of the book than with

its all-pervasive essence. For here

is a man who prospected for the

treasures of antiquity and was

seemingly touched in the process

by the finger of pure literary

creativity. He was aware he was

in the presence of greatness when

he examined desert's pottery and

evidences of living, and the in-

evitable product was not a book

but a revelation.

Desert's impact was tremendous

on Dr. Glueck, and when he

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The Ghost of Leo Frank
By Martin Silver
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One of the interesting phenome-

na in the literary work) is the

increasing number of references

to the Leo Frank case. Recently

there was a revival of a moving pic-

ture, which disguisedly dealt with

the Frank case. An American best

seller of last vear made reference

to the case.

It happened almost fifty years

ago.

"On a beautiful morning in

May in 1913, several Atlantic de

tectives walked into the office of

the National Pencil Company in

Atlanta and started the drama."

The sentence is taken, from,

Harry Simonhoff's recently pub-

lished book- "The SAGA OF
AMERICAN JEWRY!"

SimonholT deals extensively with

the case. In 1913. the New York

Times gave as much space to

Frank's speech before the jury as

it does to the mssage of a president

of the United States. The speech

covered more than a page in the

Times.

Speaker Champ Clark of the

House of Representatives in

Washington clipped the speech

for his scrap book. He said it was

the most remarkable speech of

its kind ever delivered.

A mob hung Frank on a tree

in Marietta, Ga., but, as Simon-

hoff notes, the repercussions were

wide. Tom Watson, the dema-

gogue who had stirred up the

mob was elected U. S Senator

from Georgia. Hugh Dcrsev the

prosecutor ol Frank was elected

Governor of the State and

Simonhoff notes a more smster

development. "During die hys-

teria that raged in the middle of

the summer of 1915 at the time of

the hanging near Marietta a group

met on top of Stone Mountain

ten miles out of Atlanta. At mid-

night an eerie ceremony resur-

rected the Ku Klux Klan."

The basic facts of the Frank

case are very simple. The day

after Confederate Memorial Dav,

a holiday in the south, the body

of pretty Mary Phagan, a fourteen-

year-old girl, was found in the

basement of the National Pencil

factory of which Leo Frank was

the manager.

Notes were found nearby, an

old dirty piece of paper which

said that a tall dark colored

fellow had done it. The notes

were intended to convey the im-

pression that the dying Mary
Phagan had written them. The
handwriting was that of a colored

sweeper in the factory, Jim Conely,

who at the trial said that Frank

had dictated the notes to him.

But Conley was proven an in-

veterate liar and contradicted

himself repeatedly.

Conley 's was the only testimony

offered. Otherwise the police tried

to make its case by innuendo, by

saying for instance that when they

arrived at Frank's house to arrest

him, he nervously ran his hands

through Iris hair, as who would

not, when police arrive to arrest

for murder.

Frank was on the hot spot for

many reasons. First, the police were

bqing criticised severely. Therei

had been nineteen murders before

in which they had not turned up

he criminals Secondly, Frank was

a northerner, a Yankee, and the

Civil War was still a live issue

in the south. Thirdly, Frank was

supposed to be rich/, although,

actually he was far from that. His

salary was forty dollars a v/eek.

And manv believed thai tfjnti-.

Semitism was a factor. Strangely

enough, Frank himself was one

who denied that anii-Semiitism

had anything to do with it. And
his wife was of the same opinion.

She spoke of her many Christian

friends and said they had always

gotten along fine with their

Christian neighbors. But there was

no question that the Jewi*hness

of Frank was made the most of by

those seeking to stir up the mob.

Frank was not quite thirty. Al-

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HUMAN RIGHTS
Ten Years Later
BY DR. JOACHIM PRINZ

The advent of Passover provides

a proper occasion for discussing

the status of international human
rights. For the Passover Festival

expressed the conviction that free-

dom is indivisible and diat no man
is wholly free when others are

shackled by prejudice and discrimi

nation.

A little more than 10 years ago

it appeared that this truth had

been recognized by mankind. On
December \\). 1918, the United

Nations unanimously adopted the

Universal Declaration o!; Human
Rights "is a common standard of

achievement lor all people and

all nations." The enthusiasm for

this document was enormous.

"Millions of mc\. women and

children all over tne world would

turn to it for help, guidance and

inspiration," Herbert Evatt, then

President of ihe General Assem-

bly predicted.

To the Jewish people, com-

mitted bv its immemorial tradi-

tion to the cause of peace and

humanity, and. who had suffered

more than anv other from the

violation >£ human rights, the

Declaration held added emotion-

al significance. It represented not

only the hope that mankind would

march steadily toward the goal

of achieving human rights but

also a compelling protest by hu-

manity against the crimes com

mitted against mi IIions of Jews

'm the Nazi era.

What has happened to inter-

national human rights since those

days of aspiration? When the

Universal Declaration was adopt-

ed, it was generally expected that

within a reasonable period it

would be followed by principles

into legally binding instruments.

After a decade of unremitting ef-

forts, of great hopes and bitter

disappointments, no such cove-

nants have come into existence.

In part, tne difficulty has been

that the UN has nought to draft

two covenant which would em-

body rights covering almost every

aspect of human lite and activity.

The task of drafting texts for

such covenants is virtually im-

possible to fulfil, given the

conflicts and disagreements of the

various nations of the world. To
find a way out of this impasse the

World Jewish Congress has pro-

posed that the General Assembly

at each session adopt a single cov-

enant embodying a single right or

a group of rights. "This," as Dr.

Maurice Peilweig of the World

Jewish Congress has observed,

"would help step by step to lift

the burdens of discrimination from

the backs of multitudes of people in

all parts of die world whose hopes

are being undermined bv delays

which mock the bright promise

they received ten years ago."

lint no technique will be effec-

tive unless the world regains the

fervor and dedication it displayed

a decade ago. Particularly disap-

pointing in 'his regard has been

our own countrv. From 1948 to

1953 the United States played a

forthright and leading role in the

effort to promote human rights.

Since then our government h?.9

succumbed to the pressures of

know-nothings and foes of interna-

tional treaties and commitments,

hi April 19;;3 Secretary of State

Dulles dealt a staggering blow to

the cause of international human
rights when he announced that the

U. S. would not become a party to

a Human Rights Covenant or pre-

sent any such treaty for Senate

consideration.

Senator Hubert Humphrey has

listed the many agreements in the

field of human i ights to which

the U. S. has refused to become a

party. The most glaring example

is America's persistent refusal to

sign the Genocide Convention

which embodies the most funda-

mental human right of all—the

right of life. When one recalls that

it was the United States itself that

Governoi Slaton of Georgia,

equally unconvinced of Frank's

guilt, commuted his sentence from

death to life imprisonment. Tom
Watson came out with his dema-

gogic paper, the front page in car

letters shrieking "PEOPLE OF
GEORGIA ARISE."

Frank had been taken out of the

Atlanta jai! to Milledgeville. The
mob entered the jail there and

without resistance took Frank, and

driving to Marietta, hung him.

Governor Slaton, one of the most

prominent political figures who
surely otherwise would have looked

forward to representing Georgia in

the U. S. Senate, was drven into

virtual exile.

Not so long ago, Simonhoff

points out, Judge Powell, a friend

of the Judge who sentenced Frank,

wrote a book in which he said that

he knew who the leal murderer of

Frank was but that he preferred

not to mention names now. It

might hurt some people living, he

said.

Former Senator Herbert H. Leh-

man, addressing the 10th anniver-

sary dinner of the New York Asso-

ciation for New Americans, assert-

ed that bigoted U. S. immigration

laws were among the chief factors

in the country's loss of the wide

lead it once enjoyed in scientific

attainment. Citing the contribu-

A New Look at Israel's

Industrial Problems
(Continued from Page 21)

Hon in a little country like ours,

but I can assure you we are still

a long way from these limits. On
the other hand, we must be aware

of the nature of our problems.

The question of available raw

materials is frequently raised. Yet

the riches which are to be found

in the barren, rocky wastes of Is-

rael are still in the early stages of

exploration and exploitation. The
mineral wealth of the Ne^ev is

only just beginning to be known
to us. Better known, perhaps, are

the treasures of the Dead Sea

which can provide the basis for

tremendous industries in the

chemical and allied fields. Fur-

ther, modern science will increas-

ingly find use for materials which

today must seem to us worthless.

Israel is not as poor in natural

tesources as we had once feared.

We need only the proper) v trained

personnel Lo exploit these re

sources.

A second problem is that re-

sulting from lack of investment

capital. We recognize the need

for providing those conditions

which will attract investment from

abroad and those who are familiar

with the situation know that the

tendency is toward increased lib-

eralization, ft is my earnest hope

that this coming year will, see a

great increase in such investment

from abroad. The Ministry which

I head will afford every possible

assistance, cooperation and en-

couragement to those who seek

to promote or establish productive

enterprises which wjill advance}

the countrv's economy. Yet here,

too, the human element plays an

important part. The oversea.-? in-

vestor can send his capital and

equipment. He can teach his

know-how and experience, but we

in Israel must provide the trained

manpower, turned out on the

top engineering levels by Tech-

nion, and on the lower technical

levels, by the network of technical

schools in Israel. In plant after

plant througout the country you

will find that Technion graduates

hold all the major positions re-

quiring scentific or technological

knowledge. I mention but two of

the very latest examples. Mr. Is-

rael Rogosin of New York found

it of immense help in setting up

his important new rayon plant

at Ashdod when he coidd engage

a Technion graduate, on the spot,

as his chief engineer. And Mr.

Samuel Daubiner, who recently

expanded his Cargal plant for the

manufacture of cardboard and

cartons, tells us that the principal

figures in his technical depart-

ments are all Technion men.

There is a third problem af-

fecting our industrial growth, and

this is a factor whose importance

we have only recently begun to

give enough attention to f refer

to proper planning and manage-

ment. We have discovered that

capital, machinery and an idea

are not always sufficient to make

a good factory. Management re-

quires skill and training and these

are, sometimes, more difficult to

acquire than technical training.

To be sure, planning can not al-

ways take account of all factors,

especially in our country, where

conditions frequently change due

lo circumstances beyond our con-

trol. Rut this is no excuse for

poor planning. I have been most

pleased that the Technion has

recently seen fit to introduce as

its newest departmnt of study, a

Department of Industrial and

Management Engineering. Not

only young graduate engineers, but

also many of those who have been

engaged lor years in industrial

management, are taking advan-

tage of these courses, which are

being given by the best experts

which we can produce.

You will note that in each in-

stance which I have cited with

respect to problems facing Israel's

industrial development, it is the

Md—mil V*Flowers



The American Jewish TIMES-OUTLOOK 53

personal element - the human fac-

tor — which is crucial. This is the

directon to greater productivity

and increase efficiency. There are

some who say that the only way
to balance our budget and bring

i loser the day of self sufficiency

is to reduce our standard of living

and go back to a period of aus-

terity. I do not subscribe to .hat

theory. That is a negative ap-

proach. Rather I would put the

emphasis on raising our produc-

tivity standards. Labor must pro-

duce more for the wages which

it earns — rdnd management must

find new methods to lower costs

— so that Israel's products can

successfully compete in the mar-

ketplaces of the world.

It should be clear to you, there-

fore, that whatever is done to help

the Technion - is a basic contribu-

tion to the economic welfare of

die country as a whole

How the Technion has grown!

Sholem Aleichem
(Concluded from Page 66)

his fabled characters in the Ameri-

can climate. Two years later he

died, and his funeral procession

was one of the greatest demon-

strations of public mourning New
York had ever witnessed.

Sholem Aleichem portrayed Jew-

ish experiences as the people lived

it under the Czarist boot. Life

in the Russian Pale provided him
with an inexhaustible fund of

(Subfjfedts and themes which he

cloaked in deeply human terms,

in a mood of realism compounded
of laughter and tears. Despite all

deprivation, his subjects enjoyed

being Jews and delighted in their

Jewishness. They exulted in their

solidarity as members of a com-

mon tradition. They mocked the

burden of their poverty, and

cherished an identity they would

not trade for anything - except

the hope for another world.

As writer, he played the role

of passerby, a repository where

the people dropped their intimate

confidences, an informal chronicl-

er as though nothing in life had

to be invented. His language

artfully fell short of expressing

fully the enormity of particular

dramatic conflicts. He may have

cajoled the "jargon." but he never-

ceased to love it..

elections circling and giving oft

light rays, while oxygen has eight

and hydrogen just one.

Last summer Racah was abroad

attending a succession of scientific

meetings. In Paris, at the Interna-

tional Conference on Nuclear

Physics, he chaired a section of the

discussion. Professor Racah recall-

ed the first meeting of this body

held twenty one years earlier in

Paris (it mer in 1957 fn Rehovot)

where "nuclear men" were just a

small group and everyone knew
everyone else. Last year there were

hundreds of scientists and only

brief resumes of the 119 papers

could be read and discussed.

From there he went to lecture in

Ravenna, Italy, at the Internation-

al Summer School of Physics. This

was held in an old villa on the

shores of a Lake, and the perfect

setting insured that the fifty pupils

and the fourteen lecturers could

take full advantage of flawless sum-

mer weather.

Racah then flew to Moscow to

attend the International Com-
mission for Spectroscopy. At this

meeting, attended by astronomers,

he says "I was completely out of

my field. I bet I was the only mem-
ber who had never touched a

spectroscope!" But Professor Racah

is the theoretician for the Com-
mission and does their analyses

and interpretation. He has mechan-

ized the computation, starting by

using the LB.M. machines in

Jerusalem, but has now switched

to the electronic computer install-

ed in the Weizmann Institute. He

spent three weeks in Moscow and
was free to go anywhere and talk

to anyone. Many of the Russian

delegates were Tews, but only a

few wanted to know about Israel.

Soon, however, it got about that

an Israeli had arrived in town, and
many people came to ask about re-

lations and friends. In the public

library he found copies of "Kol

Ha'am" together with the Com-
munist newspapers of other coun-

tries. He tells an odd story of at-

tending a Rotary meeting held in

Moscow where, of course, there is

no local club. It was organized by

the Americans among the delegates

and they all, including our Profes-

sor, sent off a postcard to their

home organizations, causing much
excitement. As a result of this post-

card, Racah had to address the

Jerusalem branch on his visit to

Moscow.

He then went to Geneva as a

member of die Atoms for Peace

Conference. This he found disap-

pointing, for although secrecy had

been lifted, there had been 30 little

progress in the release of hydrogen

energy by peaceful means — "you

The meeting was used mainly for

the sales promotion of scientific

equipment.

After three weeks of a "real holi-

day," mountain climbing in Italy,

Professor Racah returned home.

While he was away the Physics Di-

vision of the University had moved

lrom its temporary quarters in

Mamilla Road to the magnificent

stone building called Manchester

House on the south-western edge

of the new campus. From here his

ancestors gave forth a message of

peace. The world today is in des-

perate need of that message. Today

scientists confront the terrifying

genie conjured up in the last few

years by nuclear science. From the

minute atom, forces have been re-

leased which can raise all mankind

to undreamt, of levels of welfare . . .

or can destroy it completely. In

Professor Racah, however, there is

a man whose Jifework i> bringing

closer the vision of the Hebrew

prophets.

A proposal to convene an inter-

national conference of businessmen,

economists and industrialists to dis-

cuss ways and means of attracting

private capital to Israel received

full backing of the World Con-

federation of General Zionists at

a meeting of the Executive of the

Confederation, held in New York

and presided over by Dr. Emanuel

Neumann, president of the inter-

national body.

Endorsing the plan, the World
Confederation gave its full support

to Leon Dultzin, head of the Jew-

ish Agency, who first projected

this idea.

Dear and Glorious Physician
Two ot the novels on the current best-seller list have to

do with the Holy Land in the period ol the Crucifixion.

There is an element of fable about this era which makes it a

fertile field for the imaginative writer, and of romanticism

that makes for enjoyable reading.

By a strange coincidence both books are by authors who

are prolific writers, and who are best remembered for their

works in totally different fields. Taylor Caldwell, author of

"Dear And Glorious Physician," in her early works—notably

"The Dynasty of Death," and "The Eagles Gather," concen-

trated on the idea that wars are nothing but the planned get-

rich-quick schemes of munitions makeis die world over, who

hide behind local or international ferments as pretences for

warranting warfare.

The second author, whose hue best-seller is "The Thorn

of Arimathea," is Frank Slaughter, a retired physician of Jack-

sonville, Florida, who gained a wide readership lor novels

about the medical profession.

The period of the Crucifixion has always been of keen

interest to the writer. Dealing as it does, with an important

stage in the history of the Jewish people, it affords us the op-

portunity to increase our knowledge of the world-shaping

events that followed, and gives us a perspective that can be

gained in no other way. Then too, we invarably are interested

in the matter of the authors views on the responsibility for

the Crucifixion. In spite of the fact that unpredjudiced think-

ers and writers have for the most part exonerated the Jews

from any part in what transpired, the cry of "Christ killer

is still heard.

Both " Dear And Glorious Physician" and "The Thorn

of Arimathea" are firm in relieving the Jews of any culpability,

and definitely place the responsibility on the Romans.

The story of Miss Caldwell's book is that of Lucanus, a

Greek physician, better known as Si. Luke. It deals with his

torment at the utter misery and unhappiness which he sees

around him on all sides, and which leads him to revile and
hate God. He cannot reconcile the idea that a benign Supreme
Being would permit things to go on as he finds them. (How
many of us have at different times, had the same thought!)

He takes to heart particularly, the untimely death of young
Rubira, with whom he has fallen deeply in love. Over the

span of the book, the author relates how his attitude changes,

and he is once more reconciled with God. Much of this change

is brought about by the Crucifixion, although he never does

get to meet and talk with Jesus. He arrives in Judea, after

endless travel and travail a few days after the fateful event.

There are several Jewish characters in the novel all of

whom are accorded the finest measures of adulation and re-

spect by the author. Among them are one of his early teachers.

So I took my son Abraham and

went with him toward the moun-

tain to offer him for sacrifice unto

the Lord ... in devotion to the

Almighty. In my right hand I

carried quite a large knife which

to lay on my only son Isaac's body

in obedience to the Lord. Yet T

disputed with God all the way to

d;e sacrificial altar.

But before the story goes farther.

I should tell you: I was Abraham
in a Biblical pageant in which I

had been invited to take part, a

pageant given by the Council of

Protestant Churches of our town.,

So I became Abraham to lead my
son Isaac over the immense state

of the big auditorium, to the burn-

ing altar where 1 was to sacrifice

him, as God had told me to do;

thereby to show my most faithful

obedience unto the Lord.

The Isaac of this show was

judge Benjamin Schwartz of the

Juvenile Court of our town. As

son Isaac, he had made reply; He
had chopped the wood for the

burnt offering.

The Book ol Genesis reports the

natter: "Abraham took the wood
of the burnt offering and laid it

upon Isaac his son: and he took

the fire in his hand and a knife;

and they went both of them to-

gether."

According to Scripture I wasn't

to tell the boy what was in store

ior him; rather, I was to say to

him, "My son, God will provide a

lamb for the burnt offerin<r"

But as I trudged alone with son

Isaac toward the fiery altar upon
which I was to consume him, rather

lebellious thoughts disturbed my
poor Abrahamic mind.

"Is it fair that 1 should destroy

this fine boy Isaac to prove my
faithfulness unto God?" I asked

myself. "By so doing will I, this

Abraham, prove to God that I

am the worthiest of people? Is this

a fair way ol testing me 3 Should

such an awful sacrifice be required

of me to prove my dedication to

the Almighty?

"Maybe I should tell Him. No,

my good God. I just can't kill my
own son even toward a holy pur-

pose. I'd lather offer my own body

up to prove my faith in the Lord.

No, no, I just can't kill this boy

and, good God, please forgive me
for not wanting to do it.

"Yes, good God, I know a much
better way of doing with this boy

for thy pleasure . . . much better

than laying him on a sacrificial

altar. Instead of that, I promise to

try to brina him uo to be a srood

man ... to be righteous in per

sonal behavior ... to be kind unto

others ... to love mercy and to be

just, to be a humble man in the

world ... to live up to all Thy
teaching on the way people should

behave.

"Yes, dear God, I think that's

the best way of serving Thee . . .

to bring this boy tip right toward

also serving Thee by noble charac-

ter through -dl the days of his life.

Isn't that the main religious duty

. . . divine duty, I should say, of

being a father? No, good God, I

just can't kill this boy. To make
a good man of him, shall be the

best proof of my dedication to

Inee."

So I kept thinking as I trod the

stage with my son Isaac toward

the fiery sacrifice of him . . . even

to the altar where, as Scripture

says, I "laid the wood in order and

bound Isaac and laid him upon

the altar upon the wood" where, as

Scripture relates, A b r a h a m
"streched forth his hand and took

the knife to slay his son."

I remember: Hesitatingly I raised

my big knife, again and again,

but couldn't even once let it down
on my poor Isaac's back: my un-

willing hands pulled back three

times . . . "No," I said," I Abraham

find it so hard to do a thing like

this to show my respect for God.

The best way for a man to show

his devotion to God is to bring this

boy up to being a good man,

rather than to kill him on an al-

tar."

And a moment later I felt

vindicated by the Lord. I heard a

voice from out of a loud speaker

high up in the top balcony of the

huge auditorium in which all this

was going on . . . "Abraham! Abra-

ham!" the voice was calling.

I listened; it was an angel of the

Lord speaking to me: "Abraham,

lay not thine hand upon the lad,

neither do thou anything into

him: for now I know that thou

fearest God, seeing thou, has not

withheld thy son, thine only son

Irom Him."

Then I Abraham heard the bleat-

ing of a lamb that filled the audi-

torium unto its roof. God had sent

the lamb for me to sacrifice on

the altar in place of my boy Isaac.

Yes, I saw that God was with me
on the idea that die best a fellow

can do for God is to bring up his

children right, toward the good

way they should go in the world.

Son Isaac was gratefully in agree-

ment. In his function as Juvenile

Court judge, Benjamin Schwartz,

he said: "Segal, you're right. The
highest way for a man to serve God

is to bring up good children."
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The Relationship of

Medicine to Religion

In scientific circles now one sel-

dom hears about the "war between

science and religion." There is an

increasing awareness among scien-

tists that the mastery of the physi-

cal universe has not resulted in an

understanding of how the human
race can live in peace and be free

from anxiety which undermines

physical and mental health. On all

sides one hears the admonition that

unless our age can base its scien-

tific achievement and technological

progress upon a moral or religious

foundation it may witness the

doom of civilization.

Since medicine is based on scien-

tific disciplines I am naturally in-

terested in examining the relation-

ship of medicine to religion as part

of the broader theme of the rela-

tion of science to religion.

The well-known Hippocratic

Oath reflects the ethical ideas of

the Greeks which were summarized

by Aristotle (384-322 B. C). Aris-

totalian ethics bases its conception

of morality upon the moral judg-

ments and practices of the wise and

good men of Greece- According to

Aristotle, morality is discovered by

empirical observation, without ref-

erence to any transcendent good as

a standard.

With the entry of the Hebrew-

Christian factor in Western civili-

zation ethics in general, and medi-

cal ethics in particular, broaden

and deepen, and assume a loftier

motivation than the humanistic or

empirical ethics of the classical

world. Ethics become wedded to,

and imbedded in religion.

The primary ethical principle of

the Old Testament is that of obedi-

ence to God's will. The Hebrews

believed profoundly that man
should seek for the meaning of

their existence, not only in their

happiness and achievement, but in

their service of the divine will and

purpose. The central theme of the

Bible is not the nature of man as

such, but the relation of man to

God and his response to the action

of God upon him. Hebraism was

"theocentric" (God - centered).

Greek thought concerns itself with

the nature of man. The fundamen-

tal principle of Plato and Aristotle

was that man is distinguished from

other animals by his "rationality."

By the exercise of reason, man is

able to conceive general ideas or

concepts, as guides to the Good
Life. Hellenism is "anthropocen-

tric" (man-centered).

The prophets of Israel advanced

the moral law to the plane of uni-

versality and impartiality. Jehovah

cares not only for Israel, but for

other peoples as well- The voice of

the prophet exclaimed thus:

"Are you not like the Ethiopians

to me, oh people of Israel? says

the Lord. Did I not bring Israel

from the land of Egypt, and the

Philistines from Caphtor and

the Syrians from Kir."

(Amos 9:7)

The Hebrew-Christian ethic is

not related to time; not related to

regions or peoples; and not condi-

tioned by circumstances; it is an

ethic of absolutism and perfection.

"I am the Lord that brought you

up out of the land of Egypt, to

be your God. Ye shall therefore

be holy, for I am holy.".

(Leviticus 12:45)

"You, therefore, must be perfect,

as your heavenly Father is per-

fect." (Matt. 5:48)

In the temper of our times one

may discern a trend to evaluate and

to validate the efforts, objectives

and results of the scientist in the

light of worthwhile goals — goals

which at least do not militate

against morals and ethics as em-

bodied in natural or revealed law.

The physician, particularly and

specifically, must function in a

sphere where only ethical and mor

al absolutes are the standards by

which he judges his actions. Our

dual Jewish-Christian tradition un-

hesitatingly affirms that the indi-

vidual is of value in and for him-

self. The value of the individual is

derived from the fact that he was

created in God's image. "God, the

Creator," says the Swiss theologian,

Emil Brunei", "does not create hu-

manity, but he creates each individ-

ual human being separately. Man
is not an example but a person, a

self which cannot be exchanged for

any other."

To attain competence, dignity,

freedom and sell fulfillment, the

physician must draw from the treas-

ures of science and religion—from

the fruits of reason and of spiritual

insight. It is possible to give allegi-

surgeon and now an associate in her father's law office. A
third daughter, Mrs. Deborah Blazer, died in 1956.

Mrs. Barron has been active in community affairs in and
around Boston. She is director of the American Association of

land women's division of the American Jewish Congress and
of Beth Israel Hospital. She also is former president of the

Massachusett Association of Women Lawyers.

She was appointed by the U. S. Department of State as

the only woman on the official delegation to the first United
Nations congress on the prevention of crime, in Geneva, Swit-

zerland, in 1955.

Hadassah Research for Humanity
At Hadassah's recent Mid-Winter Conference, Dr. Jack

Karpas. director-general of the Hadassah Medical Organization

in Israel, made a nr jor disclosure. He revealed that Hadassah

scientists—Professor Fritz Dreyfuss, of Hadassah's Department

of Internal Medicine, and Dr. Abraham Hochman, head of

Hadassah's Radium and Tumor Institute—have developed a

new technique for diagnosing coronary thrombosis, using

radio-active iodine and a Geiger counter to locate heart artery

clots. First experiments have been too percent successful, Dr.

Karpas said, adding that work on this procedure is continuing

for more extensive confirmation of the initial findings and

refinement of the method. There are several important bene-

fits to be derived from this technique: It makes it possible to

locate thrombosis (clots) in a few hours, whereas it would

take from 24 to 48 hours with an electro-cardiogram. It also

enables a physician to determine positively whether a patient

has had a heart attack or not, something not always possible

with an electro-cardiogram.

This is only one vital aspect of an overall medical pro-

gram—including the erection of a $24 million center—which

is being supported wholeheartedly by more than 318,000

American women, who compose Hadassah's membership. And
this technique is only one of the major contributions of Ha-

dassah scientists to the health and welfare of the world. We
commend Hadassah for making this possible and wish this

great organization continued success in all its undertakings.

Change of names goes on right

along. Only a month or so ago.

on Broadway, in New York, I

came across a friend that I hadn't

seen for years.

"Hi, there, Cohen!" I exclaimed

and reached out my hand to his.

"Hello, and how are you, Segal?"

He winked: "Let me tell you some-

thing: I am not Cohen anymore.

I'm Colegrove." (Colegrove isn't

exactly his new name, but it's a

name that starts with a C and has

no Jewish sound or connotation

at all. I'm not giving it here,

lest this late Cohen feel embar-

rassed; he's a nice guy.)

"Mr. C . . .
," I replied, "what

made vou run away form such a

name as Cohen — a high name out

of our religion — the title of men
who once spoke up to God for us

— priests in the temple!"

"Well, Segal," he said, "you

well know the answer to that, and

so why do you ask me?"

"I get into these meditations on

account of a guy named Straus

who has just had his name legally

changed to Selden — a lawyer

Straus of Houston, Texas. He isn't

just another of the Strauses or

Strausses. He is of the family of

the great Strauses of American

history—such as Oscar Straus, who

was the statesman; Nathan Straus,

merchant nad philanthropist; Isi-

dor Straus, builder of Macy's —

that great Straus family — but this

kinsman of theirs has changed over

to Selden rather.

The nation-wide George Sokol-

sky, in one of his columns, didn't

like it at all that a Strauss — one

who had inherited the name from

a family so distinguished — had

changed to Selden. To him it

was like tossing away the noblest

inheritance.

(Yes, suppose George Sokolsky,

after gathering so much fame and

respect as Sokolsky, would sudden-

ly change to George Soko?)

The Houston Post was wonder-

ing at a Straus becoming a Selden:

What for? It made a guess in

these words: "Wouldn't the know-

ledge that so much was expected

of you — because of what your

forebears has accomplished —

weigh heavily upon your ov/n

shoulders? Fame has a way of

becoming an unbearable burden,

a constant goal of achievement

which prevents relaxed normal

life.

Well, if I myself were thinking

of taking a new name — rather

than Segal — I might choose to

become, say Einstein. I wouldn't

feel at all disturbed that so much

more might be expected from an

Einstein than from a Segal! People

might look up at me! People say-

ing, "He's an Einstein' What a

great name he has." (Though

long ago 1 heard of an Einstein

who turned into Ellston.)

Or, since both names start with

"S", I could as comfortably turn

Segal into Straus. What does the

name Segal amount to anyway —
just the name of a column? But

Straus — a name of men who

served well both nation and Juda-

ism! "There goes a Straus," people

would say admiringly as they look-

ed back at ine on the street. "He

used to be only a Segal."

Really, I just can't understand

when one of the noble Straus

family has put his high inheritance

away to be just Selden.

Well, all that has been the

talk in the Jewish community of

our town. It involves the question -

Should one change his name if

it sounds so Jewish?

Mr. Levine. the launderer in

our community, and I were speak-

ing of that — "A lot of name-

changing has been going on

among us, "he remarked. "Maybe

a time is coming when old-time

Jewish names will have died out.

All Levis gone — all Cohens —
all Ginsburgs — but let me tell

you something: Anyway one such

name will be surviving. That

name will be Levine — mv name,

that is — and I myself will be

carrying it to hand down to my
descendants — a great proud name

whose origin dates back to the

ancient temple."

I congratulated Mr. Levine on

being a gentleman who knows a

trood name when he has one.

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The Jews of Hawaii
By Bernard Postal

Bernard Postal, director of Pub'ic Relations of the National Jewish

Jewish beginnings in the Ha-

waiian Islands are associated with

a tall story, a tale of a Torah that

[
became a prized heirloom of the

Hawaiian royal family, and the

mvth that the first Jewish resi-

dents reached what were then

known as the Sandwich Islands

more than a century ago.

One myth about Jewish origins

in Hawaii attributes the descent

of the Hawaiian natives to the

j omnipresent "Ten Lost Tribes"

of Israel. This fable rests on the

fact that the Hawaiians practiced

I circumcision and that they en-

gaged in other ceremonial rites

which find a partial counterpart

in the Mosaic Code.

The story of a Torah in the

froyal Hawaiian household has

more basis in fact, but how the

ITorah got to Honololu is still

[a mystery. According to one ver-

sion it was brought there by

lone Israel Rosenberg, who turned

[up in Hawaii about 1887. Many

fanciful tales have been told about

[this man who called himself "rab-

jbi" but who was known to the

[natives and the Americans as

"Rosey." He was described as a

man of some learning whose skill

in magic and bent for telling tall

istories endeared him to King

David Kalakaua. "Rosey" seems

•to have won the monarch's af-

fection by reading his horoscope

'and amusing him with Bible

istories and aphorisms. Although

jRosenberg is supposed to have

sanded from a whaling vessel, tra-

dition has it that among his be-

longings was a Torah, the signifi-

cance of which he said to have

-xplained to Kalakaua. Before

vanishing about 1889 as myster-

iously as he had come, Rosenberg

presented the Torah to the King,

jnd—so the story goes—even taught

him Hebrew and the rudiments

of Judaism.

On King Kalakau's death, Prin-

cess Kawankoa guarded the Torah

zealously, permitting no "profane"

hands to touch it, and even build-

ing a special ark for it. Islanders

came long distances to view the

Scroll. It was on display in Iolani

Palace until 1907 when it was

moved to the home of other

members of the royal family.

Since 1907 no one has seen this

Torah.

Whatever may be the truth

about the origin and late of the

King's Torah, there is documen-

tary evidence that the first Jewish

residents in Hawaii were traders

of English and German nationality

whose mercantile enterprise

brought them to Honolulu be-

tween 1845 and 1856.

One Jew is known to have be-

come a naturalized Hawaiian in

1845- For the next 40 years in-

dividual Jews came and went but

only 20 were naturalized. The
naturalization rolls for this period

list such names as Schuster, Lewis-

ohn, Magoon, Lobestein, Fischer,

Grossman, Hayman, Cosen, Levy,

and Gruenbaum.

The first known Jewish mar-

riges in Honolulu were solem-

nized in 1881 by a layman, Elias

Peck, acting on authority confirm-

ed on him by Rabbi A.
J.

Messing of San Francisco. In 1901

the late Rabbi Rudolph Coffee

came to Honolulu to officiate at

a Jewish wedding and estimated

the total Jewish population at 100,

including a number who denied

their Jewishness. One of these

was a secretary in the cabinet of

the provisional government. An
1884 census had found 84 Jews

in Hawaii.

Jewish religious services were

not held until after 1898 when

Hawaii became American territory

and a number of American Jews,

mostly from California, arrived

in the hope of sharing in the com-

mercial opportunities made availa-

ble under the American Hag. Until

alter World War I, High Holy

Day Worship in club houses or

church vestry rooms was virtually

the only evidence of Jewish life

in Honolulu. For some of the first

of these annual services the hand-

ful of practicing Jews got into the

,habit of /borrowing Kalakaua's

Torah from the king's heirs.

The first Jewish organization in

Hawaii was the Hebrew Benevo-

lent Society, founded in 1901.

Thfis society founded Hawaii's

first Jewish cemetery at Pearl

City Junction. The cemetery and

High Holy Day Services remained

the only evidences of Jewish com-

munal life until the 1920's. Isola-

tion from the mainstream of Jew-

ish life encouraged intermarriage.

The monopoly control of the is-

lands' agricultural economy dis-

couraged individual enterprise.

Most of the Jewish residents came

as employes, either of the govern-

ment or the sugar companies, and

returned to the states when 'heir

contracts expired.

Not until Hawaii became a ma-

jor military and naval outpost of

the United States did a permanent

Jewish community come into exis-

tence. The first religious service

for Jewish miliary personnel on

duty in Hawaii, a Seder conducted

in 1920 by a rabbinical student

sent to Honolulu by the National

Jewish Welfare Board, was a turn-

ing point in the history of the

Jewish community.

The Jewish Aloha Center, open-

ed by JWB in Honolulu in 1922 to

provide for the religious and wel-

fare needs of Jewish military per-

sonnel, was the first Jewish insti-

union in Hawaii after the old

cemetery. Until the late 1930's all

Jewish life in Hawaii revolved

around the clubhouse, Avhose di-

rector, Israel Weinstein, was the

leader of the Jewish community.

The civilian Jews consisted

mostly of American businessmen,

a few Russian-Jewish families who
had come from Harbin, Manchur-

ia, in the late 1920's and civil ser-

vice workers. Refugees from the

Nazi terror in the 1930's and the

many civilian employees of the

military establishment who arriv-

ed after December 7, 1941 added

substantially to the Jewish popu-

lation.

In the 30's the Honolulu B'nai

B'rith Lodge, which had been

founded in 1930, brought to the

islands Kenneth C. Zwerin, who
later became a rabbi but was then

a law student from California. He
conducted the first complete Rosh

Hashanah and Yom Kippur ser-

vices for civilians in Tenney Me-

morial Auditorium. These services

led to the formation of Temple
Emanu-El in 1938, the only Jewish

congregation in Hawaii. In 1943,

when wartime conditions made

transport to the states too hazard-

ous even for burial purposes, the

Jewish community acquired a

new cemetery on Nuuariu Avenue

in Oahu. The old cemetery had

been abandoned some years earlier

because it lay in the way of new.

road construction.

As the community of Israel

stands at the threshold of its 12th

year of independence, it is assured

the fullest measure of friendship

and loyalty, of "partnership" and

support on the part of the Jewish

communities of the United States

and other free nations.

The celebration of an Israel an-

niversary sets up a vibration

throughout the Jewish world. We
become newly aware of a sense of

history and solidarity, manifest in

the great arch of aid Jews the

world over provide for the people

jof Israel; we feel anew the stirrings

of that sacred concept of accoun-

ability one for the other. Living by

this concept and functioning in

its name and its impulses, we give

profound meaning to the collec-

tive honor and self-respect of the

Jewish people.

We share with the people of

Israel their pride in the past, their

(confidence in the present, their

hope for the future. Their aspira-

tions are as fundamental as breath-

ing itself: they want to live joy-

jously and creatively, to fulfill

themselves both as individuals and

is a nation, they want to keep

rheir gates wide open for Jews,

nfrom whatever part of the world,

jtvho can reach their shores.

Beyond these, their expressed

lesire is to become the kind of

rommunity envisioned by the pro-

phets of old—a light unto the na-

tions.

An anniversary is, inevitably, a

fime for a backward glance and a

keen and eager look ahead. The
nomentousness of the past eleven

ears has been fully chronicled not

)nly in the press and other media
>pf world communication, but in

;he archives of the Jewish people

— in their hearts, their minds, and

in the great volumes of contem-

porary Jewish life.

Now then, what ol the years

ahead: of the second decade of

Israel's existence, of which one

year has already run its course?

I think the major developments

may be projected along three or

four general lines.

One, evoking a great sense of

promise and pleasure in the eye

of the communal beholder, is the

visible rise of a new, young genera-

tion here in America which has

begun to assume leadership respon-

sibilities on the local scene the

country over. With great joy I

have seen young men exercising

both their executive skills and

leadership talents, as well as their

sense of dedication, in behalf of

Jewish causes, and they function

as persons firmly motivated and

authoritatively informed on the

issues, the goals, and the aspira-

tions of Jewish life.

These fine young people have

obviously arrived at their own af-

firmations of worth: of support for

Israel's people, of participation in

Jewish activity, of contribution to

the wholesome development of

Jewish life in America. I have a

strong feeling that one of the ma-

jor achievements the future will

credit them with will be a signi-

ficant broadening of the base of

participation in Jewish life. This

can only spell a great gain in the

very quality of Jewish living, not

the least satisfactory results of

which will be a considerable wide-

ning in UJA campaign participa-

tion, with all its implications of

community greatness.

Closely related to this vital mat-

ter of new leadership and increas-

ed participation is a subject that

must be titled "IMPACT." Here

we have a particularly vivid (and

vexing) example of the plodding

truth that there is no substitute

for personal experinece.

For we have discovered that

neither films of Israel nor lectures

on its achievements: neither tele-

vision hours nor feature news

stories — no matter how dramatic

or colorful — can actually succeed

in conveying the marvels of that

land or the awe-inspiring effects

of its people's accomplishments.

Not until a visitor physically

touches the soil of Israel and gets

a lull exposure to its splendor and

resonance, its mighty incandesc-

ence, the robust and sinewy signs

of its achievements, does every

nerve in him come alive. He is like

highly sensitized film, exposed to a

dazzling sunrise. He cries — trau-

matically forgetful of the tons of

"educational" material he has been

subjected to for years — 'Why
didn't you tell me Israel was like

this!"

But how can you "tell" him?

Nothing speaks as brilliantly, as

hypnotically, as the sight itself, as

the experience itself. If we could

bring every American Jew to Israel

for a tour of that miraculous land,

we would have five million dedicat-

ed workers for the United Jewish

Appeal!

While this isn't, at the moment,

the most feasible of programs

(even in the coming decade), it is

fundamentally important to ob

serve and acknowledge that our

work with UJA does the next best

thing for us: it endows us with a

sense of high human purpose, of

deeply worthwhile effort, with an

awareness of personal achievement

performed in behalf of a sacred

cause — in sum, kind of increment

of fervent human values. There

are few activities to equal it for

the sell-respect it bestows on us and

for that sense of stature and satis-

faction which ennoble our lives

and make us rich indeed.

Another major challenge in the

period before us is the compelling-

need on the part of the Jews of

America to change their perspec-

tive — to make a drastic adjust-

ment in the concept of their obli-

gations to the people of Israel and

to other Jews elsewhere in the

world who need our support. The
idea can be expressed simply, but

the simplicity of language ought

not to deceive us as to the pro-

found and lasting effect of the

matter. This is the problem of

getting across to the Jews of Ameri-

ca the understanding that then-

great obligations and responsibili-

ties to overseas Jewries are not

transient.

True, some years the crisis is

greater than others, sometimes an

emergency on top of a crisis breaks

out. But our efforts in behalf of

the people of Israel and other

Jews is clearly not a year-to-year

"arrangement." We will be engag-

ed in huge philanthropic concen-

tration for at least the life of this

generation. Our realization of this

responsibility and our intelligent

acceptance of the work it calls for

can serve as a tremendous plus-

factor in Jewish life in the com-

ing years.

Now, as we approach our cele-

bration of Israel's 11th anniver-

sary, we American Jews may per-

mit ourselves a touch of buoyant

gratification in the knoAvledge that

Jacob Newton Cardozo
1838

The Cardozos achieved distinc-

tion even before Justice Benjamin

N. Cardozo shed lustre upon the

U. S. Supreme Court. The name is

too prevalent in Spain for tracing

the family's origin. The first Car-

do/o of the American clan land-

ed in New York about 1752. His

son David Nunez found the lush

climate of Charleston more agree-

able than the colder city of his

birth. When the Revolution start-

ed, he joined Captain Richard

Lushington's company, called the

Jews Brigade, because of its large

Jewish enrollment.

In 1779 the company fought a

distinguished battle at Beaufort.

Encouraged General Lincoln and

Count D'Estaing conceived the

plan of driving the British out of

Savannah. Sargeant-Major Cardozo

is reputed to have been the front

non-commissioned officer to lead

the storming party that assailed

the Savannah fortifications. In this

assault, called afterwards "The
Forlorn Hope," Count Pulaski lost

his life- The repulsed troops re-

treated to defend Charleston, which

the English captured in 1780. Ser-

geant Cardozo was taken prisoner.

He lies in Charleston's Coining

Street Cemetery. His widow re-

ceived the pension Congress voted

to the G. I. of the War for Liberty.

His son Jacob Newton, born in

Savannah in 1786, moved with his

parents to Charleston ten years

later. They seemed in poor cir-

cumstances for at 12 he was ap-

prenticed to learn a trade. The
boy worked as a lumber clerk, all

the time reading widely and ac-

quiring the rudiments of an educa-

tion. On reaching 25, he delivered

before the Mothulogic Society an

Oration on the Literary Character,

which wras promptly printed. Five

years later Cardozo obtained the

editorial post of The Southern

HARRY SIMONHOFF

Patriot. This paper, one among

four in Charleston, fell into fi-

nancial straits. The U. C Govern-

ment held against it a lien of $20,

000, which exceeded its value

Cardozo acquired The Southern

Patriot in 1823 by replacing the

lien with a mortgage. He hoped to

clear it off with the proceeds re-

ceived from government printing

When John Quincy Adams be

came President, the Secretary of

State Henry Clay gave the Federal

printing to another. Cardozo could

not meet his obligations, but help

came from another source. Senatot

Robert Y. Hayne, later famous for i<

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Joseph Dorfman declared in his

book, The Economic Mind in

Ame) ica)i History that Gardozo was

"the only man in pre-Civil War
America whose mind operated on

that high level oi abstraction that

characterized the work ol Ricardo

and his school."' Through The

Southern Patriot, he was in a posi-

tion of influence during the crises

of Nullification that almost

brought the country to war in

1832.

The issue between South Caro-

lina and the U. S. began with the

"Tariff of Abomination" that was

passed in 1828 to promote the

rising manufacture in the North-

east. But high prices for finished

goods were strangling the economy

of the agricultural South. Thus
when Congress enacted the 1832

tarifl, a South Carolina convention

met in Charleston and adopted the

Ordinance of Nullification, which

announced the dangerous doctrine

that a state might declare a Federal

law null and void. Feverish excite-

ment gripped the nation. President

Jackson prepared to enforce the

Tariff Law with the army and

navy and civil strife seemed im-

minent.

A time of trouble calls for cool

heads to calm the hot heads- For-

tunately Henry Clay was in the

Senate. With a genius for negotiat-

ing settlements, America's greatest

compromiser was able to reconcile

at top levels the clashing sectional

interests. But in the grass roots,

public opinion has to be moulded

and nursed. In this capacity Jacob

Newton Cardozo fulfilled a useful

and necessary function. His reputa-

tion as a sound economist had been

established by his writings. His

views on free trade with foreign

countries were known and respect-

ed. He advocated the South's manu-

facture of textiles as a liberation

Please Turn to Page 29

District 4 J.W.V.A.

American Students Win The

Hearts of Israelis

By j&nita Ettcjel

I've never met anyone more
qualified to get the maximum out

of Israel than the dozen delight-

ful girls from the States that I

ANITA ENGEL

met at the Bar-Han University

some weeks ago. G/radiiates of

Jewish high schools, and coming

from homes where Zionism is part

of their religious upbringing, they

feel completely, gloriously at home
in Israel.

"You come here and you're ad-

justed," they told me. "Everything

we ever learned seemed to fall

into place. We felt complete."

The 17 and 18-year olds, mostly

from New York, arrived just be-

fore the High Holidays, at the

same time as some 30 other boys

and girls, from Chicago, Rhode
Island, Winnipeg, Mexico, Den-

mark Holland and Switzerland,

who had come to spend their

freshman year at Bar-Ilan. Since

the majority of the students of

this religiously-based university are

Israelis, they have been swept right

into the current of the vigorous

new Jewish life which is being

created here.

That they're enthusiastic is evi-

dent, they have always believed that

Jewish values and traditions are

something to be cherished. With
the exception of their families,

school and summer camps, they

have been living on spiritual is-

lands, isolated even among their

own people. Here in Israel they

found a world which they could

belong to. and which belongs to

them.

Each one was so anxious to

explain this wonderful new sensa-

tion of freedom that they ajll

began to speak at once. "You may
be living among two million Jew?

in Brooklyn, and in all Israel

there are no more than two mil-

lion. But in the States hale of

them don't even know they're

Jews. Here in any of the people

are not orthodox, but on Sabbath,

on any street, you will still know
that it is Sabbath."

"You couldn't have a place like

(his in the States," Carol Levine,

a dark-eyed pixie, told me as we
all sat together on the velvet

smooth lawn. Carol wasn't re-

ferring to die gracious, informal

beauty of Bar Ilan campus. "There

are plenty of beautiful universi-

ties in the States, of course. Brook-

lyn College is very n-ice atyiid,

friendly, too. But you couldn't

get an atmosphere like you get

here."

"Here on the campus you have

everything you want," Tova Kahn,

a blonde fellow-graduate of the

Elatbush Yeshiva, broke in. "You

come down in the morning, you

take out a book, you lie on the

trass and read Hebrew. The teach-O
ers speak Hebrew, and the boys

playing volley ball are thinking

and shouting in Hebrew. There

is no tension inside of you. What-

ever happens, you know that you'll

be alright. You're not alone here

Everyone is a Jew here. You don't

have this feeling in the States,

even when you live among Jews."

"In the States we always had to

find orthodox kids to be friendly

with," said Sheila Diniz, another

grduate of Flatbush Yeshiva.

"Otherwise there never seemed to

be anything in common with them,

if they weren't interested in Jew-

ish things. And they looked on

us as if we were something dif-

ferent. Here you don't think

Thev arc the

most recent contingent to join a

student body that has been assem-

bled from 1G countries.

The Institute was established

just ten years ago to solve a prob-

lem that is familiar to American

educators—a shortage of qualified

'eachers. When ORT began to ex-

tend its vocational education pro-

gram to Israel, the North African

countries, Ir.or it came up against

this basic laJr.

Few, if any, teachers in technical

delds were to be found in these

areas. The pre-war corp of ORT
instructers perished in the Hitler

catastrophe, with the exception of

a handful who formed the earliest

faculties of the ORT schools in

Israel. ORT decided to train its

own teachers, largely from among
the best graduates of its own
schools.

The high Swiss technical stand-

ards made Geneva an ideal loca-

tion. Students attend classes at the

Institute for two years, after which

they are farmed out to Swiss in-

dustrial plants for a third year of

on-the-job work and study. At in-

tervals during this third year the

trainee returns to lecture, to take

over a class in his speciality and

teach a lesson.

American-Israeli Relations
By Rabbi Philips S. Bernstein,

Chairman American Zionist Committee for Public Affairs

The year in Washington has

seen much encouraging progress

in the development of American

relations with Israel. Friendship of

America for Israel is at a high

level. American aid last year reach-

ed record totals.

The revolts in Iraq and Leba-

non and the rise of Nasserism have

gravely affected the security and

survival of Israel, but official

Washington knows that Israel con-

tinues to be a pillar of strength for

the free world. It is recognized, on

the whole, as a vital stabilizing

force in the Middle East mael-

strom. Nevertheless, hostile voices

are arising in an effort to weaken

Israel. Pro-Arab propagandists are

exploiting the Middle East in an

unscupulous effort to blame Israel

for the West's recent setbacks. The
Arab Information Center, the

Friends of the Middle East and

the American Council for Judaism

are all opening offices in Washing

ton. It is conservatively estimated

that more than a million propa-

ganda dollars will be arrayed

against Israel's cause in Washing

ton in the next twelve months.

The efforts of pro-Arab propagan-

dists to blame Israel for all the

problems of the Middle East will

lead to the demand that the West

weaken Israel in order to buy off

Nasserism. This propaganda of-

fensive must be thrown back and

our government encouraged to

continue to strengthen Israel, as

well as every other friend of free-

dom in the Middle East.

Last year when the Arabs de-

manded sanctions against Israel,

the American Zionist Committee

for Public Affairs spearheaded the

campaign in Washington against

this outrageous proposal In a his

toric demonstration in Congress

leaders of the Senate and the House

resisted the sanctions pressure and

insisted on effective guarantees

against raid and blockade before

Israel withdrew from Gaza and

Sinai.

But the work of the American

Zionist Committee for Public Af-

fairs is not confined to action dur-

ing crises. It submits its views to

Congressional committees, to the

Department of State and to the

press. It provides the facts to keep

Congressmen and newspaper edi-

tors informed.

One of the highlights of the

American Zionist Committee's

work was the Congressional re-

sponse to Israel's tenth anniver-

sary. The resolutions hailing Israel

on this occasion, which Congres-

sional leaders sponsored, and the

statements of more than 100 Sena-

tors and Representatives were pub-

lished in a 64-page booklet ar-

ranged by the Committee. This

booklet, which put the Arabs on

notice that America continues to

be Israel's firm friend, was distri-

buted to public opinion, profes-

sional and civic leaders all over

the country.

During the year, the American

Zionist Committee for Public Af-

fairs strongly advocated the $24.2

million Export-Import Bank loan

which was granted to Israel, and

joined with Ambassador Eric

Johnston's Committee for Inter-

national Economic Growth in urg-

ing support for the foreign aid

program and in opposing reduc-

tions in appropriations.

Today, Western intervention in

the Middle East has secured Israel

from attack for the present, but

there is little doubt that once the

U. S. wihdraws the danger to Israel

will mount. Arab hostility will be

intensified, for Israel, as the sym-

II Israel is 'the land flowing with

milk and honey' it is also, in part,

a wasteland of scorched desolate

country, moonlike craters and in-

hospitable bare black mountains.

H Israel is (he 'Land of the Bible'

it is also the world's smallest coun-

try supporting its own highly ad-

vanced Atomic Energy Commission

and an area where arid terrain is

scientifically cajoled into fertility

and vast swamp lands are dried to

make way for settlements.

The contrasts are countless: an

airstrip foundation is a Bronze

Age city of the Patriarchal, era and

i lie aeroplanes flying above it be-

long to the air force of a nation

which only completed its first dec-

ade. Its population consists ol an-

cient peoples harshly transplanted

from their primitive societies in

Asia and Africa together with citi-

zens from the most advanced West

tern communities who often have

had to begin life anew in less 'up

to date' circumstances. Its langu-

age is as modern as the telephone

and as ancient as Isaiah and fere-

miah.

In this land of nearly two mil-

lion, daily newspapers published

in ten different languages and

radio programmes in as many

tongues satisfy the curiosity and

basic needs of communication of

citizens from seventy or more dif-

ferent lands.

Obviously, then, it is much too

early to talk of the existence of a

national style in Tsrael art.

In most countries where nation-

al revivals are taking place the pro-

cess of selecting ancient styles and

symbols to convey present-day

meanings is briefly explored and,

generally, abandoned. It is inevi-

table that attempts should be made
to assimilate ancient iconography

intimately bound up with local

traditions into the contemporary

art renaissance of the very same

group in the very same region. Sub-

sequently, this search into the artis-

tic past may be valuable and possi-

bly, after a long period of normal

conditions and thoughtful develop-

ment, traditional elements may re-

appear in art as honest, contempor-

ary expressions.

The case of Israel is not quite

ihe same, however, as in other re-

created states where there was a

continuity in the people and their

traditions. This land and its peo-

ple separated and scattered over

the face of the earth. There can

hardly be a natural connection,

therefore, between the Bronze-

Iron Age cultures or the ancient

arts of Palestine with their classical

derivations and the indigenous

creativity of today.

A closer connection, it might be

supposed, ought to exist with the

Jewish art of the Diaspora. For

there has been a Jewish art during

the past fifteen hundred or more

years. This art took the form of

ceremonial objects and decorated

manuscripts created by Oriental

and Western artists alike. These

ritual pieces, often for the syna-

sence of thousands of Jewish ser-

vicemen and the leadership pro-

vided by Jewish chaplains gave the

permanent residents an opportun-

ity to join the mainstream )f Jew-

ish life. Hospitality efforts for Jew-

ish military personnel, active par-

ticipation in refugee relief cam-

paigns and aid to immigrants en

route to the U. S. from temporary

havens in the Pacific gave the Jew-

ish population a sense of cohesion

which translated itself into a de-

sire for permanent Jewish activi-

ties. The postwar arrival oi

American Jews previously accus-

tomed to participation in Jewish

affairs provided the basis for a

solid Jewish community life.

Soon after the war Temple

Emanu-El acquired a permanent

synagogue building at 2207 Oalm
Avenue, organized a religious

school, established a men's club

and a sisterhood and called :o its

pulpit a full-time rabbi. First oc-

cupant of the pulpit was the late

Rabbi Francis Hevesi, former

chief rabbi of Budapest and one-

time chief of chaplains in the

Hungarian Army. Rabbi Hevesi

was succeeded by Rabbi Alexander

Segal in 1952, and Rabbi Segal

was followed by Rabbi Roy A.

Rosenberg. Under their leader-

ship, and that of Bernard H.

Levinson, president of the con-

gregation since 1950, growth has

been steady. The congregation is

affiliated with the Union of

American Hebrew Congregations.

In 1957 there were an estimated

600 Jewish civilians living in Ha-

waii. Largely businessmen, with a

sprinkling of engineers, lawyers,

doctors, scientists and two well-

known labor leaders, most of the

Jews lived in Honolulu on the is-

land of Oahu.

The superstructure of the U.S.S.

Arizona, sunk during the attick

on Pearl Harbor, is now a nation-

al shrine where memorial services

are held annually on Dec. 7 for

all the men who died in the

Japanese attack. Among the bodies

of the 1102 U.S. Navy men still

below decks are those of a number

of Jewish seamen.

Among the heroes of Pearl Har-

bor were Ensign Stanley Chaplan,

Elmira, N. Y.; Commander Solo-

mon Isquith, Brooklyn, N. Y.,

and Ensign Ira Jeffrey, Minneapo-

lis. Caplan, only eight months in

the Navy, was on duty aboard a

destroyer whose commander was

killed in the first Japanese on-

slaught. Caplan's skilled seaman-

ship not only saved the ship but

enabled his crew to shoot down

four enemy planes and to sink

a Japanese submarine, as he guid-

ed the destroyer to safety in the

open waters.

Isquith, later promoted to rear

admiral, was in command of the

target ship Utah when she was

sunk. He won the Navy Cross for

skillfully saving ninety per cent

of his crew. Jeffrey was killed when

he turned himself into an ammu-

nition carrier for the anti-aircraft

guns of the battleship California.

A destroyer was later named for

him.

ship with the local non-Jewish

styles at the time of their creation.

A generalization of this sort natur-

ally does not preclude the possibil-

ity of their being specific Jewish

elements, and in fact materials as

diverse as archaeological objects,

Polish synagogue architecture,

Yemenite handicrafts and illumi-

nations, Rhenish Hebrew manu-
scripts, etc., are being analyzed for

their uniquely Jewish characteris-

tics.

In the fine arts of the nineteenth

century in Europe a few painters

of Jewish background attained a

measure of success; by now as mem-
bers of the secular world and out-

side the framework of religious

tradition. Most oF them, such as

Oppenheim, Tsraels. Gottlieb and

I.evithan came bom Northern

Europe and worked in the roman-

tic, academic and late Barbizon

styles in fashion in the centres in

which they lived. Even more than

before, there was nothing except

perhaps their choice of subjects

ihat could distinguish them as

Jews.

There is a certain aspect of the

Jewish art of the twentieth cen-

tury that may, in fact, represent a

creative binding force. Hiis com-

mon factor is Expressionism. In the

works of the most successful Jew-

ish artists of the last fifty years or

so the Expressionist style is over-

whelmingly predominant. Chagall,

Epstein, Kisling, Levine, Lipchit/,

Menkes, Pascin, Rattner, Segal,

Shahn, Soutine, Weber — all are

Jews, painters or sculptors, and

Expressionists. Even perhaps' Modi-

gliani, even Lesser Ury's subjec-

tive Impressionism, or canvases by

Vankel Adler may be termed Ex-

pressionist. One senses that, the

anti-intellectual, subjectiye artistic

manner of Expressionism appeals

to the lonely, the unintegrateel, the

anguished and the oppressed be-

cause it permits them personally

and uniquely to make their prob-

lems known. For this reason, per-

haps, Jews of the twentieth century

Diaspora were attracted to this self-

conscious style which, it might be

tickled, emphasized their racial dis-

tinctiveness (pissarro and Max Lie-

bermann were so involved in the

cosmopolitan worlds of Paris and

Berlin th.it their works never re-

fected this approach).

If there is a connection between

early Jewish art in Palestine, now
Israel, and the Jewish artistic past,

it is com eyed through the spirit

that Jewish artists have invested in

Expressionism. Even t o ci. a y,

though the artistic scene has

changed, the colour reproductions

one most frequently sees in collec-

tive settlements kibbutzim are ol

die works ol Van Gogh and Rem-
brandt.

The more
than fifty-years-old Bezelal Nation-

al Museum in Jerusalem is respon-

sible for showing most of the non-

local art in Israel and arranged

these important exhibitions of Ger-

man works.

In 1906 a Russian sculptor and

Zionist, Boris Schatz, founded an

art school in Jerusalem and called

it Be/alel palter Bezalel Ben Uri

Ben Hur, the Biblical architect

who designed the Tabernacle in

the Wilderness) thus indicating the

spirit in which it was established.

With the Xionst movement enabl-

ing Jews to return to their 'promis-

ed land' there was an attempt to

resurrect in Palestine ancient crafts

and re-introduce fine art into Jew-

ish culture. An students who were

also Zionists came from Gentral

Europe to study at the Bezalel

School. Rubin and Stematzky were

among them. Some people travell-

ed to Palestine as pioneers moved
by the spirit of Zionism and its

social ideals, and alter they arrived

directed their efforts towards art,

studying at the Bazalel.

Painters came to Palestine in the

'twenties and early 'thirties —
Mokady, Kahana, Mairovich and

Ardon. Many of them arrived with

an excellent artistic training and

most frequently an Expressionist

point of view. In those formative

years, Central Europe was over-

whelmed by Expressionism and

between about 1915 and the Nazi

riots of 1933 most of the artists

who arrived in Palestine worked

in that style.

By 1922 (when the British man-

date was set up) there were enough

fulltime artists in Palestine to war-

rant the establishment of an As-

sociation of Painters and Sculptors.

A year later in Jerusalem a gallery

in the Tower of David was set aside

for the exhibition of work by local

artists.

All the while the rapidly devel-

oping Hebrew theatre, which em-

ployed basically Expressionist tech-

niques in acting, presented plays

like the Dybbuk and Goiem which

are written in that spirit, and com-

missoned Palestinian artists to de-

sign the sets and costumes for these

and similar oroduction.

Tel Aviv, a city which this year

celebrates its fiftieth anniversary,

has played an important role in

this country's art. Alter the open-

ing of galleries in Jerusalem and

the appearance of more and more
artists, Tel Aviv, which was entire-

ly Jewish and the urban nucleus

of the Zionist rebirth, became a

significant cultural centre. 1 he

new theatres and dance groups,

orchestras and publishing houses

established themselves in this ever-

growing- city. In 1926 and lor three

consecutive years, large general art

exhibitions were held there and

were immensely popular. By 1932

a Tel Aviv Municipal Museum de-

voted to the collection and exhibi-

tion of Modern art was opened

with Rubin as its first exhibitor.

A new wave of immigration

leached the country as a result of
j

the Jewish persecutions in Europe

and World War II. Experienced

painters and sculptors arrived in

large numbers. The students of

art at the re-organized Bazalel

School were taught by men like Ar-

don, who had been a pupil at the

Bauhaus anil worked under Kand
insky and Klee, and Ascheim, who
was himself a student of Otto Muel-

ler's. Again Expressionism was the

dominant style among these newly

arrived painters, and an intimate

part of the cultural background of

the European immigrants then

settling in Palestine.

Shortly alter World War Jl

(1948) the State of Israel was es-

tablished. After another influx of

voting artists like Bergner, Scliatz

and Ofek, the movement reversed

itself. Years of cultural isolation

Were ended and Paris, Rome, ion-

don and New York became the

spiritual and physical homes for

many Israel artists. In 194S a group

known as "New Horizons" was

founded, intent on advancing ab-

stract and other modern tenden-

cies in art in Israel.

It would be interesting to ob-

serve the changes - if any — that

take place in the art of a painter

who has settled in Palestine for

idealistic reasons or of another

Ivrho, as a tesiilt ol circumstances,

has had to make his home there.

Does a new spirit appear in the

former's work and do the local

colours and subjects infiltrate into

the paintings of the latter? In

Palestinian and Israel painting of

the past forty years, some general

directions : an be detected. There

would seem to be little difference

between the works of the idealist

pioneer and displaced immigrant.

Obviously the oriental scene and

the romantic implications of the

'Bible Land' are influential fac-

tors. The bleached and dry, scorch-

ed but radiant light seems to have

been embraced by a freer use of

white. The growing reality of the

Zionist dream has exposed itself

at times in a Rousseau-like prim

itiveness. Mystical elements, his-

torically associated with the coun-

try, have become, in some works,

pictorial elements. However all

the artists who came with a de-

veloped style, which was most

lrequently Expressionism, tended

to continue working in that style.

In a sense the change

that could be observed was an

orientalizing of Western Expres-

sionism, a continuation of the

traditional Jewish aesthetic. This

conservatism may be understood

as a perpetuation of the Diaspora

spirit and a result of the very

limited contact the local artists

had with the most modern de-

velopments in European and

American painting.

Israel is a national revival term-

inating two thousand yea;rs qf

Diaspora consciousness, fts new-

ness and introspective spirit, the

recent international contacts and

the extreme tendencies in the

world of art today have released

its painters and permitted them

uninhibited inventions that have

produced a virgorous art.

The process of Jewish reorienta-

tion, a most significant function

for Israel, may result in the aband-

onment of Expressionism. On the

other hand that most personal

vehicle of creative communication

may be inherently associated with

the Jew, whether he be in home-

land or a wanderer. It remains to

be seen.

(1) The U. S. commitment to

Israel should be spelled out in

language that is understandable

to everyone, including Nasser.

(2) Israel should continue to re-

ceive economic, technical and other

t\pes of assistance from the U.S. so

that her economy and her defense

capacity will be strengthened.

(3) The nations in the Middle

East which are prepared to resist

Nasser and to be friends of the

West should be brought closer to-

gether and united in defense of

their independence. There are

many such nations: Turkey, Iran.

Lebanon, Jordan, Sudan, Ethiopia

and Libya. As the leader of the

free world, the U. S. should now
make a constructive effort to bring

Israel into closer relationship with

these nations, as well as with the

Jacob Newton Cardozo
Concfuded from Page 11

from the cotton mills of England.

Above all he opposed the high

tariffs set up in Washington. His

editorials were widely read and

quoted "for the solidity and extent

of his views on political economy,

and occasionally by the felicity of

his literary criticisms," as phrased

by the literate Unitarian Minister,

Samuel Gillman, in the North

American Review.

But Cardozo refused to play the

game safely by catering to the pre]

indices of the solid majority. He
demurred to the most dangerous

issue. In Charleston, the hotbed

of secessionists, he had the courage

to oppose Nullification. Public ex-

citement ran high and nerves were

frayed. Duels, tho outlawed, were

quite fashionable. Yet he hammer-

ed away at the evils of secession

as the consequences ol nullifying

the Constitution. Perhaps he knew

his editorials had a calming effect

on the South Carolina firebrands.

Possibly he played an important

part in the public acceptance of

the Henry Clay compromise, in his

State's rescinding of the Nullifica-

tion Ordinance. One thing is sig-

nificant: Washington valued his in-

fluence. The succeeding adminis-

tration of Martin Van Buren select-

ed The Southern Patriot, of all

newspapers in the nation, to ad-

vocate and popularize its financial

policy "the sub-treasury scheme"

before presenting it to Congress.

A better editor, apparently, than

business man Cardozo had to take

in a partner, who in 1845 became

the sole owner of The Southern

Patriot. He next acquired The

Evening News but sold it two years

later, remaining however tne man-

aging editor until 1861. The 75

year old journalist then severed his

ties and moved back to Savannah,

his birth place. During the War
between the States he worked as

editor in Mobile and Atlanta. The
economist influenced the journal-

ist. He was the first to introduce

"Cotton Statements," which has

since become a regular feature in

the financial section of newspapers.

When 84 years old, his Reminis-

censes of Charleston won the prize

in a contest run by the Board of

Trade. He died in Savannah at the

age of eighty-nine.

The sell-taught economist, the

self-made journalist did not fulfill

the expectations he aroused. On
reaching his pinnacle during the

X unification crises, his decline was

gradual yet sure. Cardozo was what

a later period would call reaction-

ary. He belonged to the Adam
Smith school of a century back and

preached laissez faire to a genera-

tion long since convinced. The
utilitarian doctrines of Jeremy

Bentham and David Ricardo that

society is best served by self-interest

without interference from author-

ity was pretty shopworn. To advo-

cate suffrage restricted with prop-

erty qualifications after Andrew
Jackson's democratic landslide

seems absurd. His argument that

the slave in the South enjoyed a

fairer share of his labor than wage

earners in other lands smacked

more of the apologist than the

economist.

Premier David Ben Gurion,

making his first visit to the Arab
village of Garqa Elgarbyia, told

the townspeople that the Govern-

ment of Israel will make every ef-

fort to effect the reunion of Arab

families.

the fact that we are all together

in Israel is sufficient common
bond."

Most of the girls have come on

scholarships, and are equipped,

with a good knowledge of Hebrew
and allied subjects. "Thev expect

you to work here," they told me.

"The whole attitude to studies

is different than in the States."

"It is a good influence, being

with Israelis, especially when you

see the seriousness of the eirls,"

Carol said. "The girl I room with

has 40 hours of study. Another is

working at a job as well as study-

ing. We'd be ashamed not to

do our 20-25 hours a week."

Vacations here will be no prob-

lem. "Israelis are out of this

world!" Rochelle Stutman, of

Brooklyn added. " I don't think

you could find such hospitality

anywhere else in the world." Each

of the girls had a story to tell of

kindness thev had received when
they travelled around the country

for two weeks before starting their

studies.

One truck driver gave five of

them a lift to Beersheba. Then,

because it was getting late in the

afternoon, and he didn't want

them to wander around trying to

find a place to sleep, he took

them right on to his village of

Dimona. His wife settled them

for the night, and next morning he

took them out to the main road,

and left them besides a bus stop.

On another occasion four of

them got to the youth hostel at

Ein Geddi, down by the Dead Sea.

The girls had some tins of sardines

left, but no money. They were

planning to sleep on the grass.

The manager of the youth hostel

gave them a room and blankets

without money. The other people

staying there invited the girls to

eat with them. Then someone

brought out a gramaphone, and

and dancing. "As though it was

the most natural thing in the

world," Tova said. "Hospitality is

responsible for his brother."

Concluded from Page 13

many countries, the success achiev-

ed by this altogether unique Jew-

ish school tins brought it interna-

tional renowii. It has been inspect

ed by a delegation of the Italian

Ministry of Labor. Two years ago,

its methods were studied by a

group of 60 vocational experts

representing 12 European coun

tries. The International Labor Of-

fice has taken a continuous interest

and has described the methods and

practices of the institute in its

literature. The Ford Foundation

has granted scholarships to 20

Israelis to come here.

The Swiss authorities have been

more than hospitable. They have

taken the Institute to their hearts,

immigration of students has been

facilitated with a minimum of reel,

tape. A typical commencement ex-

ercise in July is addressed by veri-

table parade of top levei govern-

ment, education and industry per-

sonages.

Over 100 Institute graduates are

now dispersed among the ORT
schools in a 'core of countries. The
largest group is in Israel. But in

Morocco, Tunis, Iran, the Anieres-

educated teacher is often the one

who sets the tone of the ORT
school and determines its stand-

ards.

For one of the remarkaole ac-

complishments of this institution

is that it has taken young men
from different worlds, shown them

that it is possible to teach othcis

to become modern human beings.

The clang and clamor of the

Institute workshops, which echo

strangely in this peaceful country

setting, is stilled on the Sabbath

and holidays. At student gather-

ings, Jewish themes. Jewish songs

and Jewish prayers and memories

from divergent traditions seem to

blend easily. To sit in on an Oneg

Shabatt is to witness a living lesson

in the sociology of the Jewish dis-

persion, and yet its essential one-

ness.

This Passover, as is customary,

the Institute students will organize

a third Seder. A young man from

Iran will tell the legend of Estha

and Mordecru and of life in the

ghetto. A young man from Morocco

will sing a strange Orientai-sound-

ing lament. Those from Europe

and Israel will recite new hagga-

dah of the Six Million and of re-

demption. However divergent

their national origins, Jewislmes

is the bond fhat unites them—this

and their sense of mission to share

what they have learned with their

people.

Veteran diplomats in Rumania

believe the Bucharest government

will soon permit resupmtion, on

humanitarian grounds, of Jewish

migration to Israel, the New York

Times reported in a cable from its

correspondent in Rumania which

said "particular concern is felt for

the 14,000 Jews who had made all

the necessary preparations to leave

but were caught by the slowdown."

The North Carolina Association

Of Jewish Youth]

We had in mind an editorial un the North Carolina Association

of Jewish Youth. After listening to Donna Hinchee, retiring president

of the group, deliver this address at the annual convention of the

Association in Chapel Hill on April 26th, we decided we could do

no better than use Donna's own vivid words.

We, the Jewish Youth of America, are most fortunate in

having the various youth groups to which we can belong. Here

in North Carolina, we have a State BBYO organization which

includes the larger and major towns, such as Greensboro, Char-

lotte, Asheville, and High Point. But what about the youth

from the smaller towns, such as Hamlet, Goldsboro, Clinton,

Elizabethtown, and Whiteville? What type of organization do

j

they belong to?

Several years ago this question came up before a group of

people. They considered many factors, and then came to a de-

cision. At this time the North Carolina Association of Jewish

I Youth (NCAJY) was formed. With the formation of this asso-

ciation, the problems of the youth from the smaller towns of

North Carolina were solved. Now, they too, could share the
1 feeling of belonging, the feeling of "oneness" that is unique

among Jewish Youth.

The constitution of our association states that its main
purpose is to enhance the youths' knowledge on our religion,

its customs, holidays, and history. The ages of our members are

from 14 to 18, and during the four years a boy or girl belongs

[to NCAJY, his knowledge of Judaism is greatly developed and
a love and great respect is derived for our religion.

I am just beginning to realize that in a few months I will

no longer belong to the association, and in thinking of this, I

have a feeling of emptiness, a feeling that I am losing something

very dear to me . . . and I am.

I have been to many Bar Mitzvahs, but nothing has ever

impressed me as much as one instance up at Wildacres. It was
the year of my first summer conference; the time: Friday night.

The rabbi stood in front of us. He was surrounded by God's
nature. In back of him was the ebony sky, with the silver stars

sparkling overhead; the wind rustled through the pine trees.

As the rabbi began to speak, a stillness tilled the air, and the

feeling of holiness spread over our group and entered the being

of every boy and girl. Then each boy was called up to the Torah
by his Hebrew name, to recite the age-old words of our ances-

tors. Boys from small towns were called up to recite, boys who
had been Bar Mitzvahed and attended High Holiday Services,

but because of the limited number of Jewish people in their

towns, were unable to attend Temple and Schull regularly. As
these boys began to read, their voices revealed a strong pride.

Here is the secret, I said to myself, a strong pride in being Jew-
ish ... a pride that can never be taken away from us. As young
children our parents, through their love and care, instilled this

pride in us, and there is nothing more beautiful to me than the

look of love and pride that shines forth from parents' eyes for

their sons and daughters.

Now, as I leave the NCAJ Youth, my heart cannot feel

completely empty, for the association has taught me to love,

honor, and respect my religion, Judaism, and this feeling of

pride that the association has given me, I will hand down to my
children, and my children's children, and it will live on and on
forever.

The newly-elected president will not have an easy time in

filling the shoes of his predecessor. Mr. Klutznick gave to his

task a great part of his time and effort, and established a pattern

of result-getting efficiency that will serve as a worthy target for

anyone to shoot at.

I've been hearing rumors . . .

I am reminded of ail this by

a piece in the Philadelphia Jewish

Exponent in which a Jewish his-

torian asks, in effect: Why not

let us try to bring Asiatic peoples

over to our way of religion. He
is Dr. Solomon Grayzel, editor

of the Jewisb Publication Society.

Dr. Grayzel hid his doubts,

thpughi as to who is to manage

the mission:]}) campaign to bring

Asiatic peoples over to us, and as

to where and how to find Jewish

missionaries. AVho? Who?
He has some hopes, "ft is con-

ceivable," he says, "that our phi-

lanthropists will arid to their huge

contributions the large sums neces-

sary for the creation of the needed

literature and for the expenses of

men and women missionaries."

Then, you might say, Dr. Grav-

zel looks around for possible Jew-

ish missionaries to the Asiatics. He
confesses he lias neither seen nor

heard any volunteers coming for-

ward to sign up as missionaries

to these peoples who have been

either Buddhists or Mohammed-
ans.

He says: "Though I have cup-

ped my hand over my ear and

have been listening intently, I

have heard no voice replying,

'Here am I. Send me!"

Well, Dr. Grayzel, that reminds

me that this Segal (thac is, the

one who is writing this column)

recently was nominated is Jew-

ish missionary. That thankful Mil-

waukee lady (she reads this col

uran in the Wjscpaijsaa jjewish,

Chronical) was saying in a letter;

"Thanks, thanks, Mr. Segal, you

are a true missionary for Judaism.

You give bright light on what

Judaism is all about and you say

it with words that poor me can

understand. You give us better

understanding of what being Jew-

ish is all about, that it's not all

in being ritually right, that is

has mostly to do with the good

way of living . . . with being a

decent person who ii gentle,

humble and just. Really, you're a

worthy missionary for what's best

in Judaism."

Though :he lady has nominat-

ed me as missionary of Judaism,

I really can't respond to Dr. Gray-

zel's call for missionaries to con-

vert Asiatic peoples to Judaism.

It's enough of a job to keep on

carrying to Jews my own concept

of what it really takes to be a

Jew. And, anyway, I can't in

principle go along with Dr. Gray-

zel toward trying to convert the

Asiatics to Judaism.

I've been looking up the reli-

gions of the Buddhists and the

Mohammedans. Briefly, I find old

Buddha speaking up for noble

truths of human existence. The
fourth of the Truths he expound-

ed was that people should culti-

vate "right views, right intention,

right speech, right action, right

livelihood, right effort, righ; mind-

fulness."

That's of Buddha's religion . . .

a training for doing ethically and

mentally right

Then Molnmmed: In principle

Mohammed stood by the truth of

Biblical teaching and the validity

of the Mosaic laws. He also ac-

cepted the Christian Scriptures.

But though he believed that way,

neither he nor his fellowers have

always behaved it.

He encouraged the shedding of

blood in the case of the Moham-
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medan faith; he assassinated ene-

mies . . . was practically no good

as far as behavior was concerned

. . . as I see him.

What this missionary Segal

means to say is that spiritual and

ethical principles of religions are

pretty much the same, but oil,

if the peoples would only live up

to them. Why should missionary

Segal go away to try to convert

Buddhists and Mohammedans to

ludaism, since their own teach-

ing tells 'em how to behave right.

It's onlv that Mohammedans,

Buddhists, Christians . . . and

Jews, too, don't always live by

the decent teachings of their re-

ligions. Missionary Segal believes

that instead of missionaries who

work to convert people from one

religion to another, there should

be prophets to teach man (and

woman, too) how to live up to

his own religion . . . whether he

be Christian, Mohammedan, Bud

dhist or Jew.

Such a propet, if he were sik

cessful, could be called Messiah

. . . the one who so educated man

kind that every one took up ac

mally to practice the higher teach

ings of his own religion . . .

teaching of justice, mercy

humilitl .... Maybe then, no

more wars, no more hating, nc

more statesmen trying to make

themselves look big by show o!

power.

In the meantime, this mission

ary Segal sticks to his columi

humbly ... to live up to the lofu

ideals of their religion. Anywa\

he doesn't leel like responding tc

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American Notables

Penina Moise

BUND POET - 1835

By Harry Simonhoff

IIAKKY SlMO.\m.5r f

Eligible bachelors were scarce in

San Domingo. So Abraham Moise,

a French-speaking emigrant from

Alsace, found warm hospitality at

the Jewish plantation near St. Eus-

tace. He had no language difficul-

ties in wooing and winning the

young and pretty heiress. The mar-

riage was blessed with four boys.

Their happy household increased

also in possessions and in slaves;

the living chattels were treated

with a humanity not customary on

the island.

Most of the French masters ig-

nored the presence of their slaves

while discussing the explosive

events that transpired across the

ocean. The Negroes thus learned

about a Reign of Terror that guil-

lotined the French nobility. The
slaves, profiting from the action of

the Jacobins in Paris, planned a

massacre for their own white over-

lords. Now kindness at the Moise

hacienda paid off. In the dead of

night, the aroused family was rush-

ed to the quay and placed on board

a vessel puttting out to sea. The
.faithful black ringleader of the res-

jcue party subsequently became

(General Moise, and distinguished

himself in the revolution that es-

tablished a Negro Republic of Hai-

Iti.

The Moise family reached
[Charleston in 1791, bringing along

such valuables as they could grab

|in the hurried flight. Abraham
loise could never regain his for-

aer affluence. Accustomed to the

[leisurely pace of a West Indian

gentleman planter, he found it dif-

ficult to support his growing fam-

ily. When he died in 1809. his nine

children had to pitch in to keep up
jhe menage. Penina, in her 12th

year, quit school for household du-

ties. Her deft fingers could crochet

lace and needle embroidery, which

sold to help pay for necessities. But

never was a girl more eager for

knowledge. Every spare moment
found her in the attic reading vo-

raciously whatever she could lay

hands on. A legend has come down
that Penina would even study

by moonlight, rarely possible in

Charleston, and only when the at-

mosphere is exceptionally clear.

Self-taught, Penina Moise became

a marvel of extensive information.

Such hunger for learning is, of

course, intuitive. Yet environment

exerts a powerful stimulus. In the

early 19th century, Charleston was

one of the few cultural cells of the

young republic. Hugh S. Legare, a

Huguenot lawyer and statesman,

wrote stately prose. In novels de-

picting Indian customs and south-

ern life, William Gilmore Simms

rivaled James Fennimore Cooper.

The Unitarian minister, Samuel

Gilman, contributed to the leading

magazines. The College of Charles-

ton, operating since 1790 and old-

est among American municipal col-

leges, actively influenced scientific

pursuit and literary expression.

Jewish life, always reacting to

favorable environment, was influ-

enced by Charleston's benign, tol-

erant, if somewhat snooty intelli-

gentsia. The community of 1200

souls, largest in North or South

America, contained besides busi-

ness men, lawyers, artists, educators,

physicians, and writers. Isaac Har-

dy, educator and critic and play-

wright, edited The Quiver, a liter-

ary weekly, and later owned a news-

paper. Jacob Newton Cardozo, an

economist, was publisher and edi-

tor of the influential Southern Pa-

triot. Jacob De La Motta, pharma-

cist and physician, wrote scientific

articles for the Charleston Courier.

Joshua Cantor, Theodore Moise,

and Solomon Nunes Carvalho

painted portraits and miniatures.

Never before nor after did Charles-

ton boast such a cultural efflores-

cence.

These examples no doubt affect-

ed Penina Moise, bursting with

eagerness to wield her facile pen

for light and even humorous com-

position. She became a steady con-

tributor to the Boston Daily Times,

Charleston Conner. Washington

Times, New Orleans Commercial

Times, and wrote lor Godey's Lady

Book, a popular periodical of large

circulation. Authors are often over-

looked in their ow n locales. Recog-

nition therefore w ras no doubt pleas-

ing when her articles were in

demand lor the 1845 Charleston

literary efforts of select home tal-

ent.

Penina's sensitivity, depth of

feeling, frustrations, sympathies, or

loyalties found a better vehicle in

verse. An early collection of her

poems was printed in 1835 entitled

Fancy's Sketch Book. The steady

output of her poetry appeared in

the columns of the Charleston

Courier and other journals. Her
poems and articles on Jewish sub-

jects can be found in Isaac Leeser's

magazine, The Occident. Generally

the verse flows smoothly, sometimes

with a humorous touch as she com-

ments on passing events or displays

civic and sectional pride. Hardly

rising above standard southern

thinking, the poetess has been

blamed for nev er breaking a lance

in behalf of the enslaved Negro.

Militant suffragettes criticized her

aloofness in their struggle for wom-
en's rights.

Perhaps too much was expected

of the gentle spinster with plain

feature and failing eyesight, neu-

ralgia-racked and steeped in pov-

erty. Penina was hardly the fiery

prophetess swayed by violent emo-

tion. She could, however, be stirred

by the wrongs inflicted upon her

persecuted coreligionists. She dis-

plays passion and compassion in

such poems as "The Jew of Damas-
cus," or "The Rejection of the Jew
Bill in the House of Lords."

Her most important contribution

consists of 190 hymns, composed in

the declining half of her lengthy

life with its full measure of physical

and mental pain. To this task,

Penina Moise brought spiritual

strivings and pious resignation, a

pure heart and contrite spirit, to-

gether with a passionate love for

Judaism. Unto this day no one in

the English language has excelled

the extent and quality of her syna-

gogal odes. They undoubtedly lack

the majestic sweep and moral gran-

deur of Biblical Psalmody; yet they

do carry humility, sincere feeling,

earnest faith, thanksgiving, and

saintly devotion.

These hymns were written to fill

a need. In the early 1840s Beth Elo-

him of Charleston reformed its

ritual, with a portion of the service

to be conducted in the vernacular.

But for the synagogue there were

neither prayers nor songs in Eng-

lish. Penina attempted hymns with

success; they were included in the

service; more were printed in the

Prayer Book. Newly organized

Temples introduced her religious

poems into the service. They an;

still used in Charleston, in othci

American cities, and even abroad

where English is spoken.

The last 25 of her 83 years were

spent in total darkness. Her eyes,

strained in early youth from knit-

ting and extensive study, finally

went blind. To this affliction were

added insomnia and neuralgia.

The necessity of earning a living

added to her burden. Yet nothing

could dampen her ardor nor de-

stroy that cheerful sweetness pecu-

liar to the blind, which is a source

of constant wonder to the seeing.

Together with her widowed sister,

the aging poetess opened a school

for girls. Students showered her

with love, veneration, and vied

with each other for the privilege

of serving their "Miss Penina." On
Yom Kippur each pupil took her

turn for an hour reading the pray-

ers as the aged woman in a calico

dress sat on a high-backed rocker,

dark glasses shading her sightless

eyes. Friday afternoons, the humble

cottage would become a literar^

salon, where intellectuals discusse

the latest works of George Elliott,

Charlotte Bronte, and Sir Walte

Scott.

Resignation without bitterness is

reflected in the dying request of the

modest, shrinking soul that knew

much suffering, of the old blin

celibate never thrilled by husband

or child. "Lay no flowers on my
grave. They are for those who lived

in the sun, and I have always lived

in the shadow."

Red Cross; a director of the Weaver
Orphanage, and an honorary mem-
ber of the Peninsula Boys' Club.

He served in various capacities with

both the Community Chest and its

successor, the Peninsula United
Fund.

Mr. Beskin was the only president

of the Jewish Community Center,

an activity founded under his lead-

ership in 1958, and was also serving

as president of the Jewish Commu-
nity Council and state chairman of

of the National Jewish Welfare

Board's Armed Services Committee.

At the time of his death he was a

vice-chairman of the Allied Jewish

Appeal, now in the midst of its

] 959 drive.

Mr. Beskin was vice-president of

the Hebrew Free Loan Society and
vice-president of the Beth Sholom
Home for the Aged in Richmond.
He was a member of the Natinoal

Executive Committee for the Jew-
ish Welfare Board and a member

Fort Eustis and Fort Monroe.

Mr. Beskin was given a testimon-

ial dinner in 1944 by the Jewish
Welfare Board in recognition of

his services with the Armed Forces.

He was given another testimonial

by the Jewish community in New-
port News in 1952 in appreciation

of his leadership.

He returned last month from Israel where he had participated

in B'nai B'rith's triennial convention.

Born in Sioux City, Iowa, Mr. Kroloff first joined the

B'nai B'rith Youth Organization (AZA) and won fame as an

j orator and debater, and was elected its international president.

He was graduated from Sioux City's Morningside College, re-

ceived a law degree from the University of Chicago, and prac -

ticed law for five years in Chicago. ,

Serving as president of the B'nai B'rith Council in Chi-

Icago. he subsequently joined the organization's Anti-Defama-

tion League, then headquartered in Chicago, as an assistant to

the national director.

In 1950 Mr. Kroloff went into the heating and air-condi-

tioning business in Atlanta and then became the southeastern

area representative of Brandeis University. He returned to the

It was reported that approxi-

mately $2,000 had been turned over to the university by Harry

Kramer's committee and that books were being purchased

under the committee's guidance.

Perhaps the most intensive session of the men's group was

the one devoted to membership. The report given by Member-
ship Chairman J. Herman Leder indicated that while progress

was being made, and membership had increased, the increase

was entirely out of proportion to the potential, and most in-

adequate if the Association is to continue its fine work. There
are possibilities of 3,000 members in the state, and the surface

has barely been scratched. Every man of these 3,000 owes the

Association support. Its projects — particularly that of the

Circuit-Riding Rabbi — have gained world-wide recognition

for North Carolina Jewry. No Jew in the state should expect a

free ride on this reputation. It is incumbent on every family

to have the male members enroll in the Men's Association, and
the women in the women's group.

Let's show the world that North Carolina Jewry is willing

to do its share in worthwhile Jewish endeavor!

. . well knowing, as he does, the

precise nature of a columnist's

mind. In the daily press and in the

Jewish press he has been a column-
ist lor 38 years.

Chicago's Mr. A. J. is saying:

"Segal you are an ideal Jew . . .

one who as Jew stands up proudly

with high head, and looks down
on those hotels which won't take

Jews. You reject them with con-

tempt. The way to deal with such

hotels is to consider them too low-

down even to look at. That's all

in the way of Jewish dignity; cer-

tainly, it is not all in accord with

the historic dignity of the Jewish

people to stand at the door of such

a hotel and shout indignations.

You, Segal, speak like one of our

wise prophets."

But here's Mr. Milton Friedman

saying in the Jacksonville paper:

"Segal takes the position of the

proverbial ostrich who puts his

head in the sand rather than face

up to the truth." (Mr. Friedman is

second vice-president of District

Grand Lodge No. 5, B'nai B'rith,

whose offices are in Miami, Fla.)

Messrs. A.

and Friedman are

speaking thus on account of one of

Segal's recent columns in which he

found fault in B'nai B'rith's Anti-

Defamation League for being pub-

licly and loudly angry with a Lake

Placid, X. Y. resort for not taking

in Jews among its guests. (It let

out its indignation in a recent piece

in B'nai B'rith's monthly magazine)

Yes, this Segal welcomes Chi-

cago's A. J. to his side and at the

same time appreciates Mr. Fried-

man's slap. Slaps and pats on the

ba< k arc both good for a column-

ist's wisdom.

Ostrich Segal does at times lower

his head into the sand. He asks

himself what'U people think if he

says this or that. Oh, he's got to

keep aware of his reputation as

columnist. For the moment he digs

his head deep down. He pulls out

ol his typewriter a paragraph he

has written, crumples the sheet of

paper, rolls in a new sheet to start

writing all over ... to say some-

thing that readers may like better

. . . an ostrich!

But, then, just as his fingers

are about to start tapping again

on the typewriter keys, he gets to

be awfully ashamed of being an-

other ostrich. No! He'd rather be-

have like a prophet. He must speak

up fearlessly in the manner of

prophets ... if prophet is what

he pretends to be. So this ostrich

raises his head from the sand . . .

he unfolds the crumpled sheet of

paper, rewrites the paragraph he

had at first rejected.

Yes, he was ostrich for about

five minutes . . . now he tries to

set himself up again in the image

of prophet. His eager fingers run

bravely up and down the typewriter

keys.

In fact, Segal was an ostrich for

several minutes when some weeks

ago he started to write a column

about the B'nai B'rith's yell against

that Lake Placid hotel that doesn't

want us. Segal, at first, thought

that Jewishly he should yell along

with B'nai B'rith's Anti-Defama-

tion Leas' tic . . . stand at the hotel's

door and join in the shouting. Then

he reverted to his role of prophet

. . . il that's what he really is. Yes,

as prophet he felt he couldn't un-

dignify himself as Jew by yelling

loudly against a hotel that won't

take him in. Would it exalt his

standing as Jew to join in the

shouting against a hotel? There's

much more injustice for Jews to

protest against than to make loud

sounds about a hotel.

There's so much better for

Segal's typewriter to do toward the

ways of justice. Segal would rather

play the prophet standing up for

Jewish dignity.

Well, I must conclude this piece

with a story about himself which

a friend told the other day. His

name doesn't sound Jewish at all

and one summer several years ago

he registered at an Eastern resort

hotel and was accepted.

Then, a day or so later, he

learned that the hotel observed a

policy of keeping out Jews . . .

"And what do you think I did

about that?" he asked me. "I made

no loud noise, but quietly went to

the manager and said, 'I don't like

your hotel, because it doesn't live

up to being Christian. I've just

heard it doesn't want Jews, and

I'm a Jew. I don't see even why

Christians should care to stay here,

because this hotel's prejudice is far

from Christian. I'm checking out,

sir.' I went out of the place gently."

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Israel—A Nation Dedicated

To the Rights of Man
By Edwin Gill, Treasurer, State of North Carolina

The following address, delivered at the Israel Bond Dinner held at the
King- Cotton Hotel, Greensboro, N. C. the night of January 7th, was re-

ceived with acclaim. We are publishing- it for tlkie benefit of those who
failed to hear it. The Editor

THE HON. EDWIN GILL

It gives me a great deal of pleas-

ure to be here tonight and to bring

a word ot greeting to the Jewish

community of North Carolina.

This, as I understand it, is an an-

nual "Bonds for Israel" meeting,

w hich symbolizes in a very practical

and substantial way the interest of

North Carolinians in that valiant,

brave, new-old nation of Israel

which, although looking backward

on several thousand years of history

taught with struggle, with perse-

cution, with trials and tribulations

ol every kind, and yet crowned

with spiritual victory, celebrates

eleven years of independence in

terms of the modern Israel State.

In an age dedicated to bigness

and threatened with the power of

the totalitarian state; in an age in

which it is customary to take the

cynical view that might is right and

the day of small nations is past; in

an age in which conformity is the

order of the day and all the modern

pressures of civilization tend to rub

lout cultural differences, to deaden

j

initiative and suppress originality;

[in such an age, it is wonderful to

contemplate the emergence of the

Imodern republic of Israel.

Of course, Israel is not the only

Ismail nation that is making a con-

Htribulion to our civilization. Go to

Ithe headquarters of the United Na-

Sltions today and listen to the de-

[jbates. Often the representatives of

Ithe largest and most powerful states

,listen attentatively and act some-

times upon the advice of those who
|iepresent the smaller nations such

:as Belgium, or Sweden, or Norway,
;or Switzerland. An interesting and

profitable study could be made of

:the significant contribution that

small nations are now making to

the science ot government in dds

troubled, power-dominated twenti-

eth century.

Switzerland, of course, is an out-

standing example of the survival of

a small nation through many, many

years. But this small republic has

had the great advantage of being

naturally protected by the Alps.

Many doubt that it could have sur-

vived the ravages of World War I

and World War II had i not been

for its unique mountainous charac-

teristics. On ihe other hand, the

Jewish State el Israel has practical-

ly no natural protective boundaries.

It is surrourded by Arab nations

and lias as its boundary for many,

many miles, purely imaginary lines

drawn through the shifting sands of

the desert. As one looks at the map
of Israel, it is easy to see that she

is open to invasion on all sides and

must literally sleep upon a gun and

be ready at a moment's notice to

repel the invader, whether from sea

or from land.

In one respect, Israel and Swit-

zerland have met and conquered

the same great problem—that of a

diversity of tongues. The Swiss have

been able to reach a common de-

nominator although one segment of

population speaks French, another

German, another Italian, another

Romansh, to say nothing of a va-

riety of dialects. Israel has been

compelled to cope with the fact

that it numbers among its popula-

tion a million immigrants who,

when they came to Israel, spoke a

variety of languages. They came

from Russia, Poland, Germany, Bul-

garia, Hungary, and many of them

were unfamiliar with Hebrew. A
magnificent job has been done in

teaching these newcomers to speak

in classic Hebrew; of course, a

young generation of children born

in a new land are accepting He-

brew as their mother tongue and it

will not be long before this new

nation will have molded out this

'Babel' of tongues an entirely new,

Iresli, vibrant, vigorous, imagina-

tive language.

In other ways, Israel is furnish-

ing a laboratory for many new and

interesting experiments. For in-

stance, they are proceeding without

a written constitution. Of course,

as the decades pass, they will ac-

cumulate a body of what they will

call a fundamental law. In this re-

sped they are following the dis-

tinguished example of die English

nation, which has, of course, no

written constitution. Also I was in-

trigued to learn that there is no

provision for trial by jury in Israel,

To make a pilgrimage to Israel

lias always been the fondest dream

of every Jew . . . and such a privi-

lege was given to me this past June

when I spent three inspiring weeks

in that old-new land. I use the

words "'old-new" land advisedly be-

cause they most aptly character-

ize that decade-old republic which

is the focus of dynamic, Jewish

creativity. It is old because it is

the land in which the Bible and

the Mishna were born. As one goes

about the countryside, one feels

that history comes to life. In Ash-

kelon, one walks the ground where

Samson ruled and where the Tem-
ple stood in all its glory; in other

spots, one comes into contact with

the earth on which tread Amos,
Hosea, Isaiah, and Jeremiah; in

Meron, one visits the tomb of Rabbi
Simon Bar Yohai and in Tiberias

the tomb of Maimonides; in Safed,

one walks the streets where walked

Rabbi Isaac Luria, Joseph Karo
and the other 16th century mystics.

However, at the very same time

that one relives the past, the per-

son in Israel walks the streets of

hustling, bustling Tel Aviv with

cafes, theaters, concerts and cin-

emas. He goes to Jerusalem and
sees the magnificent new campus
of the Hebrew University; he visits

Haifa with its outstanding Tech-
nion and its modern houses sloping

down Mt. Carmel into the lovely

Mediterranean Sea. And there are

the Kibbutzim, the villages, the

hotels the beaches and the recon-

struction of once neglected areas.

Then, there are the people, the

people from all over the world who
have brought with them the cul-

whose children capture one's heart

with their physical and emotional

healthiness. They constitute the

generation which speaks Hebrew
as its mother tongue, which attends

schools which fill its minds with

knowledge, which possesses proud
and courageous spirits and which
knows that it is at home, with all

the psychological implications ol

being at home.

I am not trying to infer that

Israel is a Utopia or to minimize

the problems that exist. It does

not take long for the visitor to real-

ize that the problems he has heard

about really exist. The military

situation is brought home when
one sees the unnatural borders and
looks over straight into Syria,

Jordan or Saudi Arabia. Yet, I was
impressed by the fact that the lack

of real peace does not hamper nor-

mal, daily routines. Ready to de-

Slate of Israel is now giving to the

jews 1 he opportunity to prove that

when they have the power, they

can be tolerant and just, according

to all minorities the great rights

that should be available to all men.

II ever a people would have been

justified historically in turning

against those who had persecuted

their ancestors through the centu-

ries, it would have been the jews.

Therefore, it is to their great credit

and a compliment to the innate

fairness and the justice of their

minds that we find religious free-

dom in the modern State of Israel.

I have never been to Jerusalem,

nor to any part of Palestine.There-

lore, all of my ideas in regard to

tins geographical area were devel-

oped from reading the Bible. It is

difficult for me to reconcile this

ancient land, sanctified by proph-

ets and studded with holy places

and shrines, with the very modern,

thriving community of Tel Aviv, as

up-to-date as Broadway or Miami,

and a nation literally teeming with

the most modern housing develop-

ments and the most forward-looking

plans for the development of in-

dustry and agriculture

I find that the most significant

distance is no longer between Dan
and Beersheeba, but in the length

of oil pipeline that lies between

Beersheeba and Elath! 1 had always

thought of the desert as a place to

which prophets and holy men with-

drew for meditation. Now I find

that the desert has become a great

source of oil, phosphates, potash,

iron ore, copper and other vital ma-

terials; that it is the scene of vast

reclamation projects, and that it

smacks of the great frontier life so

familiar to us here in America

when the great West was opened

up, I find that David Ben-Gurion

is not saying to the young man "Go
West," but "Go South to find your

fortune in the desert!" And that

the Negev is literally beginning to

bloom and to boom with prosper-

ous cities and towns.

"Tell it not in Gath, publish it

not in the streets of Ashkelon," but

Lacish, a town of Biblical memory,

is now at the center of a great

hydro-electric project somewhat

similar to our own TVA, situated

in an area stretching from the Gaza

Strip in Egypt to the Hebron Hills

of Jordan. And I could not help

but laugh when I discovered that

the horrible Biblical city of Sodom,

which 1 thought had been destroy-

ed centuries ago, has now become

the center of a thriving potash in-

dustry!

If some of the more pessimistic

prophets were to return, I am sure
]

they would be full of sad and bale-

ful prophesies admonishing the

jaeople of today not to be subverted

or seduced by the lure of material-

istic gain. On the other hand, I am
sure there would be optimistic

prophets who would see in all of

this economic flowering a revival

of the ancient glories of Israel in

the days of her great kings.

This young and sturdy nation,

not much larger than the state of

Vermont, surrounded by many hos-

tile peoples, having to use its inge-

nuity to wrest a living from the

wilderness, is more than justifying

the faith of those who have hoped

for a Jewish home in Palestine for

centuries. It is developing an

unique civilization that will un-

doubtedly influence the course of

history far beyond its borders. In

this connection, I must pay tribute

to the bravery of the Israeli Army
for repulsing the threat of Egyptian

invasion. It served notice to the

world that this "David" among the
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nations was not afraid to stand up

to any "Goliath." For that matter,

Israel has had to literally fight for

her existence from the historic mo-

ment when her independence was

first proclaimed.

Someone has said that Israel's

two great problems are its desert

areas and its open-door policy, wel-

coming immigrants from all over

the world. It is interesting to note

that she has found a happy solution

of both problems in one program,

in finding new homes through the

reclamation of large areas of this

desert wilderness. It is for this rea-

son that Ben-Gurion has termed the

desert of the Negev "the heart land

of future progress."

A subject that has intrigued both

historians and philosophers lias

been the question: when is a nation

born:- And 1 might also add: when
does it come to maturity? When
docs it become old and when does

it die? The most celebrated post

mortem ever written is Gibbon's

"Decline and Fall of the Roman
Empire." Incidentally, the illness

went on lor a thousand years, and

the final death scene was high with

drama and lasted for nearly a cen-

tury!

If we speak of a nation as a po-

litical entity, it is not too difficult

to arrive at the time of birth. For

instance, it is easy to say that our

American Republic was born on

July 4, 1776.

But when was the English nation

born? Immediately there comes to

mind a whole series of events such

as Magna Carta, going back to an-

cient times. It is hard to find a date

and say "this is the beginning." And
1 would doubt that the spirit of

America was born on the day when
our great Declaration was issued.

For this thing we call "liberty" is

of ancient lineage, so it is dfficult

to say cm what day and at what

hour a nation comes into being.

Incidentally, when John Adams
charged that the Declaration of In-

dependence was not original, and

that many parts ol it merely repeat-

ed the sayings of the philosophers

of the past, Mr. Jefferson readily

agreed, saying that it had been his

purpose to place together in one

document a summary of the wis-

dom of the past. So in a way, the

great rights proclaimed in the Dec-

laration were an affirmation rather

than a discovery!

Of course, all that I have said is

by way of preface to discussing the

birth of the State of Israel. We
know that the political entity

known as Israel was proclaimed on

the 14th day of May, 1948, follow-

ing the action of a special commit-

tee of the United Nations.

But when was Israel really born?

Was it on the historic day when
David Ben-Gurion proclaimed its

independence? Certainly this is a

significant moment. Within a few

hours President Truman recog-

nizee! Israel and other nations fol-

lowed suit. But there will be others

who think that Israel was born No-

vember 2, 1917, in the Balfour Dec-

laration. On the other hand, there

will be those who will look back-

ward to the First Zionist Congress

in 1897 when Theodor Herd's vis-

ion of the Jewish State was pro-

claimed. But there will be still oth-

ers who will look back through the

centuries and take cognizance ol

the fact that the Jews never really

gave up their native land. Always

there were a few of the faithful who

persisted, by one means or another,

in living close to Jerusalem in this

land of Canaan. And then there

will be some who will look back-

ward and say that Israel was born

in the divine promise to Abraham,

which read as follows:

"And I will give to thee and to

thy seed after thee the land of thy

abode, all the land of Canaan, for

an everlasting possession, and I will

be their God." (Genesis 17:8.)

Tonight, my friends, I would

like to close by observing that like

ancient Greece, the Hebrews have

made and will continue to make a

contribution to civilization of ines-

timable worth. Through the cen-

turies, the Jewish people, although

dispersed throughout the world,

have continued to be loyal to their

ideals and have done a magnificent

job in preserving the riches ol their

cultural inheritance. A great poet

once said: "We arc all Greeks."

And in a very true and spiritual

sense, all of us who value the dig-

nity of man and who rejoice in the

triumph of the human spirit are

"Hebrews," owing an eternal debt

of gratitude to the Jewish people.

You have touched our lives at

every point and ours have touched

yours, and in the process both Jew
and Gentile have been enriched.

When man, regardless of religion

or race, stands up to tyranny and

defies either the Fascist or Com-

munist State, he but echoes the

faith of the prophets who recog-

nized no sovereign but God.

In my opinion, the present gov-

ernment of Israel has made great

and lasting friends among many
peoples and nations, and in the

hour of her need she will not stand

alone; in the hour of adversity,

there will be neither few nor Gen-

tile, but free people standing to-

gether to protect this young-yet old

nation!

Israel Observations
(Concluded from Page 9)

raelis proceed to build and to work

as if they had no need to fear

enemies who stubbornly refuse to

make peace.

There are economic problems.

Israel is not a rich country but it

undertakes a task of absorption

and rehabilitation which wealthy

countries refuse to undertake.

Nevertheless, there is food for all

and none go hungry. There are

hospitals and medical care. There
is clothing and schooling. Perhaps

many cannot afford luxuries, but

they have seen that much which

was once considered luxury is not

so any more, and thus have con-

fidence in the future.

There are religious problems;

there are problems of relationships

with other Jewries; there are prob-

lems of industry and commerce,

of insufficient water supply, of

transforming barren land to fruit-

fulness. However, as one goes about

Israel, talks to people and sees

what has been accomplished, one

is confident that these problems

will be overcome. I know that my
all-too-brief visit to Israel . . . one

which I hope will be followed by

a lengthier one ... has made me
realize how true were the words

of Theodor Herzl: "If you but

will it, it is no dream."
