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Meditation On The High Holy Days

It is told that when the founder of the Chabad movement
in Chasidism, Rabbi Schneour Zalman of Lodi. was in prison,

the warden was impressed by the noble manner in which he
carried himself. He thereupon treated him with great reverence
and respect, and they frequently engaged in discussions on re-

ligion. One day the warden asked the Rabbi, "Why did God
inquire of Adam in the Garden of Eden, Where art thou?'

Didn't God know where he was?" To which the Rabbi replied,

"The question should be understood in the following vein.

The Lord Almighty speaks to every man in every generation

and asks him, 'Where art thou?' What station have you reached
in life? Years have passed you by and you still haven't made an
accounting of your world and your deeds."

This incident comes to mind as we prepare to usher in the

High Holy Days — the period of self-judgment and self-evalu

ation. On these most sacred days, the Jewish people are asked

to take stock of themselves, of their deeds, and their actions.

It is at this season of the year that the question God had placed

to Adam is also directed at us. "Where art thou?" What rung
of the ladder have you attained in your journey through life?

It is essential that we use these days for such a high pur-

pose. The High Holy Days are the highlights of the Jewish
religious year and many of our people prime themselves just

for these special days. There are those who firmly believe-

that their conduct during these Days of Awe will make the

difference as to the kind of year the next one will be for them.
The more liberal Jew does not quite visualize it so concretely

.

Yet they, too, are ready to use these days for self-appraisal. Re-

gardless of this difference in outlook, the importance dele-

gated to them in the consciousness of these people leads to

the conclusion that they are different and that there is some
thing special about them.

Life is a continuous process of growth and development.
For this action to continue at a healthy pace, it is imperative

that man pause ever so often to evaluate what progress he has

made, if any. It would help if we were to ask ourselves the

query God had placed to Adam, "Where art thou?". By view-

ing ourselves in true perspective — taking inventory of our
values, asking ourselves whether our lives have justified the in-

vestment made by society and mankind in us, pondering whe-
ther we would be missed if we were to depart this earth — are

we better able to correct our direction and fulfill the require-

ments of our faith and the demands of our people and society.

Should we discern that there is a discrepancy between where
we are and where we ought to be, it would be our duty to

mend our attitude and effect a change in our outlook.

It is in this vein that the High Holy Days speak to us.

The uplifting and inspiring passages of our prayerbook, the

beautiful melodies, the shrill and awakening sounds of the

ancient Shofar, the sobriety of the occasion, all join to make
for a holiday unequalled in the Jewish ritual. Since these days

have such great meaning, it is incumbent upon each and every

one of us not to remain unmoved by their awesomeness and
solemnity. We must endeavor to make them the vehicles for

a renewed spirit of devotion to things sacred and to accept

and carry through our obligations to our people and our
fellowmen. When the implied question "Where art thou?"

echoes within us during these vital days, let us be prepared

with answers that are satisfactory to us. These days carry with-

in themselves the potential force of nuclear energy, which can

enable us to gain the understanding and strength to climb

higher on the ladder of life.

Unfortunately, and perhaps without realizing it, some
do not allow these holidays to touch them. They conform by
4ttdnding services, but inwardly are not attuned to the

powerful and majestic influence inherent in these Holy Days.

And they may secretly wonder why they remain unmoved.
A furnace filled with cold, burnt-out ashes does not suddenly

erupt into a glowing fire radiating heat. Regardless of the

size of the torch, they will not come to life again. The same
principle is operative in the realm of religion. They should

not expect a sudden bubbling-over with devotion and en-

thusiasm to Judaism and for things Jewish merely because of

the annual pilgrimage to the synagogue which they have for

the most part, if not altogether, neglected throughout

i he year.

Anoher value of these days is that they beckon us to re-

member. Rosh Hashonah is called "The Day of Remem-
brance." There is much to remember at this time of the

year. We recall the beginning of the world; when Sarah,

Rachel, and Hannah were remembered and brought forth

new life into the world; when the first Temple was dedicated;

when God remembers the deeds and misdeeds of His crea-

tures; when Ezra gathered the Jewish returnees from Babylon-

ian exile and read the Law to them, causing them to repent

and seek the mercy of God which was granted them; when Is

rael remembers its special function as His witness and recalls

the successes and failures of its mission. We recall our own
actions of which we are proud, and those which make us.

ashamed.

"But," as Theodore Gaster says, "such remembrance is

not merely an excursion into the past. The central theme . . .

is the power of memory itself. Memory defies oblivion, breaks

the coils of the present, establishes the continuity of the genera-

tions, and rescues human life and effort from futility. It

affords the only true resurrection of the dead. The act of

remembering is thus in itself redemptive. If, on the one

hand, it involves a chastening assessment, it involves, on the

other, a comforting reassurance. It is at once a day of

judgment and a new beginning. If it looks backward, it does

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American Culture

And Civilization

It may be of benefit to us to re-

view briefly the essential elements

of American culture and civiliza-

tion with which we are so sympa-
thetically and unreservedly identi-

fied.

Culture is defined: "A particular

slate or stage of advancement in

civilization." Civilization is defin

ed: "A state of social culture." The
terms culture and civilization can.

therefore, be used interchangeably.

America is an offspring of

Europe. American political insti-

tutions and ideas — representative

government; the limited state; the

stress on individualism; civil liber-

ties — came largely from the Brit-

ish. Britain's role in the shaping o(

the American tradition was that ol

a vehicle of European thought and
life as a whole, which in turn was
derived from older streams of cul-

ture.

The question is often raised, is

there an American Stock? Over one

hundred years ago Walt Whitman
said: "This is not a nation but a

teeming nation of nations." The
United States was that from the

very start. Its population was pre

ponderately derived from Britain:

Anglo-Saxons, who were mostly

Protestants. However, from the

sprinkling of other ethnic elements

came eighteen of the fifty-six sign

ers of the Declaration of Independ-

ence who were non-Anglo-Saxons,

six of whom were Irish. In the lasl

50 years thirty million immigrants

tame over, the majority of them
were non Anglo-Saxons and non
Protestants.

The American attitude towards

immigrants is expressed in the state-

ment of George Washington, our

first president, in a letter to the

Hebrew Congregation of Newport,
R. I.

"The bosom of America is open

to receive not only the opulent and

respectable stranger, but the op-

jiressed and persecuted of all na-

tions and religions whom we shall

welcome to a participation of all

our rights and privileges, if by de-

cency and propriety of conduct

they appear to merit the enjoy-

ment."

The importance of immigration

to America can be measured by

saying that every American who
ever lived, with the exception of

the Indian, was either an immi-

grant himself, or a descendant of

immigrants. That means that in

just over 300 years, a nation of 180

million people has grown up, pop

ulated by persons who came from

other lands and their descendants.

The noted Harvard historian, Os-

car Handlin, has said, "Once I

thought to write a history of the

immigrant in America. Then I

discovered that the immigrants

were American history." In the

same sense, we cannot speak at all

of the "immigrant contribution" to

America because there are no

Americans other than immigrants

or their descendants. We can only

speak accurately of people whose

roots in America are older or new-

er. Yet each wave of immigration

has brought something new, and in

that sense has made a "contribu-

tion" to the building of the nation.

The epiestion is often raised

whether America represents a uni-

tary culture or a pluralistic culture.

Traditionally, Americanism wel

comes differences, unity in diver

sity. However, in this technological

age with the mass media of infor-

mation, education and mobility of

our population the integration ol

all Americans into the broad
American community is proceeding

swiftly. However, intergroup strains

and stresses are still evident and a

variety of decisions are being forced

upon Americans—upon members of

' majority" and "minority" groups

alike — bearing on the need and

desirability of perpetuating many
forms of group identification.

They do not consider that

they have a "job" but rather con-

sider it an opportunity to labor

daily to enhance and enrich Jew-

ish life at home and abroad.

Julius "Jules" Mintzer is a friend-

ly, ever pleasant, pipe-smoking

communal leader who recently cele-

brated his 25th anniversary as a So-

cial Worker. On the occasion and
in connection with the Silver An-
niversary of the Richmond Jewish

Community Council which he has

served as Executive Director for

the past 8 years, the Officers and

Board of Directors of the Council

presented him with a set of sterling

silver cuff links and tie clasp suit

ably engraved to commemorate

this event.

Jules came to Richmond on July

1, 1953 from Cincinnati where he

had been the Assistant Director of

the Jewish Welfare Fund for four

years.

He started his professional career

with the Westchester County, New
York Department of Public Wei
tare — Old Age Assistance, advanc-

ing as rapidly as Civil Service

would allow. Assigned to the Yonk-

crs district office, he roomed at the

Jewish Community Center and

soon became an active volunteer.

He was awarded a silver loving cup

for having enrolled the largest num-

ber of new members during a mem-
bership drive.

Although a possessor of a B. S.

in Education degree and an M. A.

in Sociology from New York Uni-

versity, his interest in the field of

Social Work motivated him to se-

cure further professional training.

After four years as a case-worker, he

enrolled at the New York School of

Social Work, Columbia University,

receiving a second Masters Degree

in Social Work.

In 1941 he joined the staff of the

American Service Institute as an

Area Director. One year later, he

received a letter of greetings from

the President of the United States

and joined the army. He served

4 ¥2 years both as a machine gun in

structor at the Infantry School and

as case-worker with soldiers who
had developed psychiatric problems

as a result of combat experience. He
was honorably discharged to accept

an appointment with the United

Nations Relief and Rehabilitation

WORLD'S LARGEST DESIGNERS

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The De Leon Brothers

Of South Carolina

In 1791 Mordicae Hendricks

DeLeon was born in Camden, S.

C. He married the charming,

brilliant Rebecca Lopez of

Charleston. Three of their six

children made their mark upon
politics or literature, in the dip-

lomacy or Journalism of their

day. But David Camden DeLeon
chose his father's calling and

studied medicine. On graduation

he enlisted and was sent to the

Florida tropics to treat the sick

and wounded soldiers of the .Semi-

nole War.

The Mexican War found David

Camden DeLeon a competent sm
geon in the army of Gen. Zacharv

Taylor. In a furious battle with

Mexico's Santa Anna, all the

American officers were killed or

wounded. The IT. s. troops stood

in danger of being routed for lack

of leadership. It was a critical

moment and the Jewish surgeon

jumped into the breach at Chap-

ultepec. Though without military

training, David Camden DeLeon
took command and snatched vic-

tory from the jaws of defeat. This

act earned him the sobriquet of

"Fighting Doctor" and a double

thank you from Congress.

In i860, DeLeon obtained a

military leave of absence because

of sickness and visited his brother

Edwin, who was Consul General

in Egypt. Uneasily did the broth-

ers scan the political horizon and

watch the clouds hovering over

their native land. Both were faced

with the dilemma that confronted

Robert E. Lee, the Southern Sen-

ators, and many eminent Ameri-

cans.

On
the other hand, she admits that

this has sometimes been at the ex-

pense of sincerity and warmth-
qualities more in evidence with

their counterparts in the Western

Hemisphere.

Further this forthright young

lady maintains that American

men are more gallant and atten-

tive to women than Europeans—

and that American women do not

appreciate them enough.

In Israel Miss Dayan lives in

Ein Hod—an artists' village near

Haifa, with a view of the sea.

When she is at home, she has a

rigid working schedule, and

spends eight hours a day at her

typewriter. Before writing a book,

she broods about it and formulates

the characters in her mind. Once

she starts to write, there is no let-

up in the momentum.

It is difficult to picture Mula

Ben Haim as a man once involved

in the life and death struggles of

nations and people.

Parochial Schools

More than 300 Jewish educators,

gathered in Atlantic City tor the

four-day 35th annual conference of

the National Council for Jewish

Education, expressed support for

Government aid to public educa-

tion but opposed such help to pri-

vate or parochial schools. The reso-

lution followed similar action by

the American Association for Jew-

ish Education two years ago.

The Conference, in which Cana-

dian and Mexican Jewish educators

also participated, discussed basic

issues in Jewish education, the need

for greater Welfare Fund support

for Jewish education and expressed

satisfaction at the transfer of Zion-

ist education activities in the Unit-

ed States from the Jewish Agency

to the American Zionist Council.

The latter stage o\ the Confer-

ence, which lasted from May 25th

to May 29th, featured two other

educational parleys — the annual

convention of the National Federa-

tion of Hebrew Teachers and Prin-

cipals, and the first national con-

ference of the Joint Committee ol

Organizations of Jewish Educators

created by the National Council in

its efforts to unify the Jewish edu-

cation profession.

A four-point program to im-

prove Jewish secondary school edu-

cation and increase the number of

students enrolled in Jewish high

schools in the United States was

outlined by Dr. Samuel H. Dinsky.

Educational Consultant of the Jew

ish Education Committee of New
York, who reported that there are

43,000 children in Jewish second-

ary schools in America today, con-

stituting 7.7% of the total Jewish

school enrollment of an estimated

554,000 elementary and high school

students.

Dr. Dinsky proposed that:

1. Secondary Jewish education

should be made primary in the in-

terest and values of the American

Jewish community;

The urban sounds of the his-

sing of an espresso machine and
the clatter of Turkish-coffee cups

have percolated all the way up
lo ihe sunburned kibbutz farmer

in Israel's far off Upper Galilee.

Now, he, too, can sip exotic coffee

in surroundings similar to the

best haunts on Tel Aviv's cafe-

lined Dizengoff Street.

Like many other co-operative

settlements, his kibbutz, Kfar

Blum, has picked a room in its

new Cultural Center; filled it with

wrought-iron chairs, formica
tables and circular soft benches;

installed a French espresso ma-

chine, and, on a rotating system

supplied a kibbutz counterman

whose job is to fill the orders and

keep the wheezing machine in

good repair.

Brewed to the right mixture of

steam and coffee, the cup of es-

presso has provided the kibbutz-

nik with the initial stimulant to

flock to this new cafe. But not

only has it satisfied his coffee-bean

taste buds, it has also furnished

this hard working farmer with an

additional recreational outlet for

his evening leisure-time activity.

A member of the settlement can

now enter a pleasantly lit room

and locate a group of people who,

armed with coffee cups, are dis-

cussing national and international

events. If he prefers, however, to

do his own research and catch up

on the latest news, he need only

sit himself down in an easy chair

in the cafe's up-to-date newspaper

and magazine section. There he

can read one of Israel's many

dailies and journals, or a recent

copy of the New York Times Mag-

azine, The Jewish Frontier, Paris-

In the kibbutz, as in any small

town, there is no such thing as

anonymity, Certainly the age-old

maxim: "People are interested in

people," fits a small village such

as Kfar Blum where one is on

intimate terms with one's neigh-

bors. And so, eavesdroping in one

corner of the cafe, the farmer can

easily record the latest^news from

around the town.

At a table to the left of a tractor

driver who is relating to his fel-

low worker his difficulty in start-

ing his tractor in the morning,

our kibbutznik notices that a

tourist has cornered the settle-

ment's landscape expert and is

asking: "Could you please tell me

the curriculum of your eleventh-

grade high school class?' While

teaching is not this gardner's

present occupation, as a kibbutz

member he is familiar with the

educational program and begins

to try and explain it.

Dominos and chess are very-

popular pastimes in Kfar Blum

and the founders of this cafe were

wise to set up small tables where

chess fans can battle for pawns

and rooks. Here also, as in any

competitive table-game situation,

there is the usual kibbitzer. With

coffee cup in hand, he wanders

over to a table and offers choice

pointers—much to the annoyance

of the participants, who give him

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the Israeli equivalent of the fish-

eye and continue playing.

But even while these settlers

are today enjoying their newly-

established coffee house, they can

still recall how for many years rec-

reational space in this sixteen-year-

old pioneering rural community

was at a minimum. In those days,

the dining room served as the

regular eating place as well as the

local cinema, theatre, concert

house, the General Meeting hall,

and the various committees' head-

quarters.

Moreover, during the first years

of the kibbutz, these farmers,

seeking social relaxation after a

hard day's work in the fields,

created one of their most import-

ant institutions — the kaffeklatsch,

or to use the kibbutz term, kum-

sitz meaning come and sit. Small

groups of people would get to-

gether in member's private rooms

to brew some coffee or tea, listen

to records, or just carry on conver-

sation. But the limited space of

one's room could not hold a large

gathering.

To meet their member's recrea-

tional needs, every kibbutz hoped

to erect a large community center

where they could set up a library,

auditorium, lounges, and commit-

tee, game and music rooms. As the

settlement developed its economy,

this ambition was fulfilled and in

1954 Kfar Blum built its Cultural

Center. However, it wasn't until

last year that the kibbutz set up

the now expanded, comfortable-

furnished kaffeklatsch which is

open four nights a week and

closed on Friday evening, the

night of the General Meeting and

the movie night. In addition, on

one evening during the week, the

cafe is turned over to the Nachal

group, the agricultural army unit

training at Kfar Blum.

Since its opening the cafe has

indeed been a boon to the social

intercourse of the community.

People simply enjoy coming to-

gether to drink a good cup of

coffee in a relaxing atmosphere.

The new lounge has brought

an additional advantage to some

individuals. According to several

members of Kfar Blum, there

were those who didn't have an

Northern Jewry And The Civil War
If anything in the South was a

rarity during the Civil War per-

iod, it was a Southerner who was
Abolitionist in his sympathies. Yet,

according to his autobiography in

the files of the American Jewish

Archives at Cincinnati's Hebrew
Union College-Jewish Institute of

Religion, Prussian-born Julius

Henry, who lived in Texas from

1859 to his death in 1912,, was

just such a rarity. His "entire

sentiment," Henry wrote "was

with the Union." This, he recount-

ed, stemmed from kindness shown
him by "a little Negro dressed in

a corn sack" as Henry trudged for-

lornly toward Corpus Christi in

1859. The Negro offered the weary

traveller some water, and Henry

was so gratified that he gave "the

little fellow" a few pennies for his

trouble, whereupon "a female

about 20 years of age came out and

charged" Henry with "giving

money to Negroes and enticing

them away from their owners."

Denouncing the immigrant youth

as "a black Abolitionist," the srirl

refused to listen to his explanation

and threatened to have him "run

off" with the aid of bloodhounds.

"There and then," wrote Henry,

"I was made a Republican and

more so an Abolitionist." When
Henry was drafted into the Con-

federate army, he deserted as soon

as he could and fled with the

Federal forces to New Orleans,

where for a time he served the

Union as a baker. In later years,

he was appointed postmaster in

Corpus Christi, Texas.

This unusual incident from the

Civil War annals of American

Jewry is only one of the intriguing

selections to be found in the Oc-

tober, 1961, issue of American

Jewish Archives the semi-annual

historical journal published by the

Archives in Cincinnati. The April

1961, issue of the magazine fea-

tured documents dealing with the

Jews of the Conferacy; the October

issue is devoted to the Jews of the

Union. Both issues represent the

American Jewish Archives' tribute

to the national Civil War Centen-

nial, which was initiated this year.

Not all the Jews of the Union,

whose experience are recalled in

the Archives' "Civil War Centen-

nial Northern Issue," were so sym-

pathetic to the Abolitionists. Rab-

bi Isaac Mayer Wise, editor of Cin-

cinnati's Israelite, was one who
angrily deplored "the ignorance

of the abolition fanatics" and

charged the Abolitionists with a

"serpentine liberalism" and a "ven-

omous fanaticism." Wise felt that,

while they resented anti-Negro

abuses, the Abolitionists—particul-

arly in Massachusetts—were hostile

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THREE AMERICAN JEWS DREAM OF A

HEBREW UNIVERSITY
What — if any — share did

American Jews have in the found-

ing of Israeli Jewry's leading in-

tellectual institution, the Hebrew
University in Jerusalem? A body

of correspondence recently exam-

ined at the American Jewish Arch-

ives, the historical research center

on the Cincinnati campus of the

Hebrew Union College- Jewish In-

stitute of Religion, indicates that

American Jews took a great, and

even an essential, part in the en-

terprise. In fact, documents at the

Archives lend substance to the

view that, without the uninter-

rupted material support it re-

ceived from American Jewry, the

Hebrew University might never

have achieved its present emin

ence. Nearly fifty years ago, long

before the University had a site, let

alone buildings, and at a time

when the first funds had yet to be

raised, a "triumvirate" of Ameri-

can Jews showed an active interest

in the idea of a Hebrew university

and was in regular contact with

Dr. Chaim Weizmann, the future

university's leading protagonist.

This emerges from the papers of

one of the triumvirate's members
— Dr. Harry Friedenwald, a pro-

minent Baltimore ophthalmolo-

gist. The other two members were

Dr. Israel Friedlaender, Professor

of Biblical Exegesis and Literature

at the Jewish Theological Semin-

ary of America, and Rabbi Judah
Leon Magnes, erstwhile spiritual

leader of Temple Emanu-El in

New York City.

Friedenwald, president of the

Federation of American Zionists

from 1904 to 1918, was a delegate to

the Zionist Congress which met in

Vienna in 1913, when the Univer-

sity project was taken up. On his

The Greenberg family (which

is not its real name) is the only

Jewish family in Littletown, N. D.

(which is not the town's real

name, either). The Greenbergs get

their kosher meat in frozen form

by Greyhound bus. They get all

of their Jewish education by mail.

The Greenbergs are lucky in the

matter of correspondence courses

in Jewish lore. There are scores

of such Jewish families scattered

through the prairie area of Min-

nesota, Iowa, Wisconsin, North

Dakota and South Dakota. They

rarely see a rabbi. They have no

Jewish center, no synagogue, no

Hebrew school, no Jewish news-

paper. Far from Jewish communi-

ties, virtually cut off from regular

contact with Jewish life, not for

them is the easy formula of "just

being a Jew among Jews."

Under such handicaps, says Dr.

Joseph Kaminetsky, national dir-

ector of Torah Umesorah, the Na-

tional Society for Hebrew Day

Schools, the family must battle to

remain Jewish. Many of them

presumably have succumbed to

the grotesquely unequal odds but

many of them gamely keep strug-

gling. One unique form of help to

these isolated Jewish families is a

program of Jewish learning by

mail provided by a Torah Umes-

orah affiliate, the Torah Academy

of Minneapolis, the only all-day

Hebrew school in the area.

How did such Jewish families

get in that fix and what keeps

them in the isolation of being the

only Jewish family in a town, or

at most of being one of two or

three such families?

It is of course true that Jewish

It's not the Generals who win
all the battles.

And not even the soldiers ready

to lay down their lives.

Prof. Wm. E. Dodd in the

American Dictionary of Bio-

graphy writes that the services of

the Seligmans in the disposal ol

Union bonds during the Civil

War were as important as the

battle of Gettysburg.

Joseph Seligman had come to

the United States during the hard

times of the Van Buren panic of

1837. First he peddled, then open-

ed a store and later the Seligman

brothers emerged as bankers.

Joseph Seligman might have

been the model for one of the

Horatio Alger success stories-the

rising of a poor boy to the top.

The fact is, it seems likely that

he was. Horatio Alger himself, be-

fore he began to write those suc-

cess stories which were to make
his name a household word in

America, was a tutor in the Sel-

igman household and it is said

Seligman and Alger were accu-

stomed to engage in long conver-

sations on philosophy and life.

Upon the outbreak of the Civil

War, European sympathies were

largely on the side of the Con-

federacy. Henry Ward Beecher

speaking for the Union before

European audiences was frequent-

ly heckled and not infrequently

drowned out.

The European bankers, on

whom the Union relied, for fin-

ances, were completely frosty.

They hoped the Confederacy

would win.

It was the Seligmans who broke

down the stony front of the Euro-

pean bankers. They succeeded in

disposing of 150 million dollars

worth of American bonds in

Europe. So there was money for

arms, for the soldiers, for carrying

on the war.

Perhaps there is in this story a

moral for our own times. Right

now Israel is marking her thirteen-

th anniversary but it is also the

tenth anniversary of Israel Bonds.

When it was first proposed to

launch an Israel Bond issue, lead-

ing banking experts negatived the

idea. Experience had shown, they

said, in one case after another,

that the public would not sub-

scribe to the bonds of so young

a country.

Ben-Gurion called a conference

largely attended by American

leaders which met at Jerusalem

and it was decided to make the

try nevertheless.

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Hopeful Housing For The

Jewish Senior Citizen

By Robert Donner
Jewish concern for the welfare

of the aged again has been mani-

fested in the pioneering of special

accomodations for such persons in

a steadily expanding group—those
who need some help in meeting

daily routines but who do not

need institutional care.

There is much concern and

planning in American welfare

agencies — governmental and pub-

lic alike — for America's senior

citizens. In recent years, two ma-

jor sources of federally-sponsored

financing have been developed in

an effort to provide good standard

housing for the elderly in this

category, and some states also of-

fer special provisions for housing

of the aged who do not require

being placed in institutions.

But it was a Jewish welfare

agency which pioneered in this

area about 15 years ago, according

to a recent report in "The Jewish

Community," a publication of the

Council of Jewish Federations

and Welfare Funds.

The premise in such a program

is that old age does not always

mean total incapacity and removal

from the community into an in-

stituion. There are a large num-

ber — and presumably the ad-

vances of medicine will increase it

—who can maintain a measure of

independent living if they get

some outside help so they can con-

tinue such normal routines as cook-

ing, cleaning and shopping. These

elderly people have another prob-

lem. Many of them have been

forced out of jobs by rigid age

limitations or other reasons relat-

ed to their age and frequently

have very little income. Help to

them therefore means not only

providing them with assistance in

daily routines, but also providing

the difference between what this

more expensive type of housing

costs and what they can afford

to pay.

About the time of the New Year,

one of the most ancient of com-

munities-the Jews of India-will

have installed among them new

links to world Jewry in the form

of programs of JDC and ORT.
TDC will inaugurate welfare acti-

vities while ORT will organize

vocational training.

That there are Jews even in far-

off India recalls the words of the

Prophet Amos: "I will sift the

House of Israel among all the na-

tions, as corn is sifted in a sieve."

There were according to the last

Indian census, 25,393 Jews in

India. By far the largest settlement

is in Bombay.

Indian Jewry consists of at least

three different strands. Most num-
erous, and by all evidence the old-

est, is the Bene Israel, ifi,ooo of

whom are estimated to reside in

Bombay. Far to the south in the

state of Kerala, are to be found the

Cochini Jews, who are believed to

have come there about the fourth

century. Bagdhadi Jews, who ar-

rived after 1791 following persecu-

tions in Iraq, became leaders of

the commercial life of Bombav.

At the head of this community

was the famous Sasson family.

The precise origin of the most

ancient of these groups is lost

in obscuritv. But Haeem S. Ke-

himkar, in his "History of the

Bene Israel" concludes after the

most careful study that "the an-

cestors of the Bene Israel must

have left their mother country,

which we believe to have been the

province of Galilee, before the

time of the invasion of a Antio-

chus Epiphanes, 175 B. C."

Kehimkar then records the oral

tradition according to which a

boatload of these Jews was ship-

wrecked near the town of Cheul.

Fragments From The History Of

The Jews In Mexico
By Seymour B. Iiiebman

The many g e m-like stones

which are found in such great

quantities in Mexico are character-

istic of the country as a whole.

It is a land of color and brilliance.

There are interesting depths in

the nature of its people and op-

portunites for personal develop-

ment, both culturally and ma-

terially. Its many facets of clim-

ate and landscape have a breath-

catching beauty. Put together

with this the fact that it has a

most stable democratic govern-

ment and it is small wonder that

Mexico sparkles by comparison

with other Latin American na-

tions.

However, it is a gem not yet

completely polished. Its rough,

uncut sides constitute problems

which require mature, sophisticat-

ed thinking to avoid difficulties

in the future. But, at present,

giant strides are being taken by

both the government and private

resources toward meeting these

problems and finishing the polish-

ing process.

It is in this general setting that

the Jewish communities of Mexico

(about 30,000 people in round

numbers) are well established and

expanding. In Mexico City, there

is an Ashkenzzi Kehilla which
provides for the religious and cul-

tural needs of its members from

youth to the aged. The Sephardim
are divided into three groups; the

Sephardim which include those

from Greece, Turkey, Spain, It-

aly, etc.; the second is the Aleppo

and the third is called the Arabs

which represent the Damascus or

Syrian Jews. Each major and min-

or group is well organized and

possesses an appreciation of self-

discipline.

The Comite Central is the

dachsverband or umbrella group

composed of representatives from

23 principal organizations and it

determines general policy for the

total community on matters affect-

ing the entire populace. The Zion-

ist Federation is the largest single

organization and it consists of

Zionist bodies of every ideology.

The Federation as well as the

most important Israel fund-raising

bodies occupy the same building

in Mexico City. A Mexican is

the president of the Latin America

District of B'nai B'rith which runs

from the Rio Grand (called the

Rio Bravo by Mexicans) to Tierra

del Fuego. He is also a vice-presi-

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dent of the Zionist Federation. In

Mexico, organizational loyalty is

subordinated to the welfare and

purposes of the total community.

Most of the present Jewish pop-

ulation had its origins in waves

of immigration that began in

1901. The largest portion came

after World War I. The interven-

ing years have seen the establish-

ment of 9 private Jewish schools

throughout the country with a

total pupil enrollment of over

4000 which includes several hun-

dred non- Jewish students.

There are nine orthodox syna-

gogues for the Ashkenazim and

Sephardin in Mexico City and

one for the American Conserva-

tive Center which has its own
American rabbi. He conducts late

Friday evening services but has

Saturday morning services in-

frequently. The Ashkenazim are

serviced by 2 "stadt-rabbonim" at

present and the Lubavitcher sends

schelichim for the High Holy

Days. There is a haham at the

Monterrey (Sephardic) Temple.

The community supports 6 period-

icals printed in Yiddish and Span-

ish. Guadalajara and Monterrey

are the other 2 important Jewish

communities but much smaller.

Except for size, they are a replica

of the community in the Capital.

Mexico has a branch or chapter

of practically ever) worldwide or

American organization. There are

reputed to be 96 in all. Nidjei

Yisroal, the religious branch of

the Ashkenazi Kehilla, soon is

to commence the erection of a 10

story building which will house

the officers of the largest bodies.

At present, the Kehilla maintains

a clubhouse, Kadimah, for meet-

ings and smaller functions.

The Jewish community of Mex-
ico is different from the average

Jewsh community in the United

their activities to religious and

spiritual matters as servants of

the community. The other two

more basic differences are that

Jewish religion and culture are

accorded greater respect and that

the structure of the community

is the medium through which

self-discipline is developed and

applied.

But not all of them followed

this pattern. Some of them moved
into frontier areas as homestead-

ers. They stayed to establish small

business such as grocery stores and

clothing shops, evidently without

giving much thought about the

Jewish future of their descendants.

Some are remnants of Jewish com-

munities whose other members

moved on to areas of greater Jew-

ish concentration. It is not always

so simple to give up a business

and strike out anew in a strange

city.

Rabbi Meir Eiseman, Principal

of the Torah Academy, first learn-

ed of such families during his

travels through the five-states area

which began some five years ago.

Usually coming at the invitation

of local Jewish groups, he filled

speaking engagements in the Jew-

ish communities of such cities as

Fargo, Duluth, Rochester, Sioux

City, Sioux Falls and La Crosse.

Driving by car through the area,

he would hear of these isolated

families and make it a point to

visit them when he could.

Any expectation he might have

had that such isolated Jews would

react to the overwhelmingly non-

Jewish environment with fear and

trembling and with efforts to hide

their Jewish identity was quickly

dispelled. He found that they were

\ery much aware they were Jews

and that many of them felt a sense

of being ambassadors to their non-

Jewish neighbors.

Local clergy came to them for

information about Judaism. Local

ladies groups approach the Jew-

ish housewives with requests for

Jewish recipes and occasionally

the local weekly will call on them

for information about Jewish holi-

days.

Rabbi Eiseman doubts that this

represents an attitude analogous

to the interest of people in exotic

flora and fauna. It is more than

friendly curiosity; it includes ac-

ceptance.

It is melancholv reflection that

the influence of this Biblical idyll,

no more than science or human
insight, has been able to over-

come this monstrous evil in the

hearts of men who loudly profess

their adherence to Biblical teach-

ing.

It is an ignorant if popular fal-

lacy to ascribe a racial quality to

Judaism. The Jews in no sense

constitute a "race." The Jewish

people neither claims, nor at-

taches any value to, "racial" homo-

geneity. Every convert to Judaism

becomes " a son of Abraham."

Racialism, in all its forms and
derivatives, is abhorrent to the

Jewish tradition. Biblical teaching

prescribed one law for the resi-

dent alien and the homeborn. a

doctrine which some contempor-

ary states might usefully study.

And the same hisfh authority com-

manded the Israelite to "love the

stranger as yourself, for ye were

strangers in the land of Egypt."

All these doctrines were renew-

ed, developed and expounded in

the immense corpus of post-Bibli-

cal Rabbinical literature on which

contemporary Judaism, in all its

forms, is founded. A Rabbinical

parable, for example, tells us that

when God created man out of the

dust of the earth he gathered it

from all the four corners of the

earth so that none mi^ht claim

superiority because of his place

of birth. And in this context we
may usefully be reminded that the

Rabbis did not regard salvation,

however it may conceived, as

a secrtarian prerogative or monop-
oly. Today we are happily no

longer alone in this. But Judaism

has for many centuries taught

come." And in the Middle Ages,

when they were themselves often

the victims of persecutions, the

great philosophers of Judaism

had the daring and insight to as-

sert that if Judaism had its distint-

ive place and mission in the spirit-

ual economy of mankind, so too

did Christianity and Islam.

It is the Jew's stubborn loyalty

to his universalistic heritage which

is the fundamental reason for the

enmity he has evoked from a long

succession of tyrannies. So long as

he keeps the Sabbath, whereon

"master and servant are alike,"

and so long as he commemorates
in the Passover the birth of free-

dom, any system which denies hu-

man rights must regard him as in-

curably subversive of its aims. To
destroy the Jew, or at least to rob

him of his heritage, must sooner

or later be one of the purposes of

every enemy of human rights,

whether he calls himself Nazi, fas-

cist, or by any other name. It is

at once the glory and the tragedy

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of the Jew that he cannot come

to terms with tyranny. His Book,

his faith and his history always

stand in the way.

Having survived the ordeals of

all the Jewish centuries, the Jew
is less than ever inclined to put

his trust in princes—or parlia-

ments. He continues to affirm in

the contemporary world the div-

ine right of every human being

to freedom. "All men/' says the

American Declaration of Indepen-

dence, "have been created equal

and have been endowed by their

Creator with certain inalienable

rights." It is this essentially Jew-

ish idea, and not the change in

sovereignty, over which, indeed,

the Americans long hesitated,

which gave the American Revolu-

tion its revolutionary quality. We
are entitled to hope that the heirs

and successors of Jefferson and

Lincoln, as well as their counter-

parts in other lands, will continue

to strive to lift the issue of human
rights out of the context of local

or national superstition and pre-

judice.

The "World Jewish Congress, in

its first submission to the United

Nations as an international NGO
in consultative status, affirmed, on

the morrow of the Nazi holocaust,

its belief in "the common origin,

the common right and the com-

mon destinv of all mankind." Like

every Jewish organi/ation faithful

to the obligations of its heriiage

it seeks, and will continue to seek,

to broaden the obligations and

jurisdiction of the international

community in the field of human
rights, whether through special in-

ternational instruments or the

strengthening of the United Na-

tions.

In the international community

it will fight for equal human
rights for all: and in the national

community it will seek to give sub-

stance to these rights through sup-

port for the principle of religious

and cultural pluralism, which is

today one of the distinguishing

marks of a civili/ed society.

In the achievement of these pur

poses religion has a foremost part

to play—not one religion, but all

the great religions. And while

Judaism will obdurately remain it-

self, and continue to exercise the

right o f non-conformity, it will

seek to serve purposes in fellow-

ship, organized or not, with other

religions.

staff into the converted building

and made available to all its resi-

dents the complete services of the

Home itself. These included medi-

cal care, therapy, casework, re-

ligious facilities and so on. In

subsequent years, the Home add-

ed additional apartment houses.

The Drexel Home in Chicago

and the Home for Aged Jews in

Milwaukee organized similar pro-

grams. Buildings are close to the

Homes in all cases to make pos-

sible the immediate availability

of the Home's health and person-

al services to residents who do

not need institutional care and

who, by this program, can con-

tinue at least partly independent

lives.

The newest of these projects is

the York House in Philadelphia

which was designed and built for

elderly but still physically sturdy

lews. It is maintained in associa-

tion with the Jewish Home for

the Aged in Philadelphia. Like

its predecessors on this field of

service, York House is on the

grounds of the Home. It provides

one and two-room efficiency apart-

ments. The rentals include two

meals a day in the group dining

room, normal medical care and

medicines but not hospital or

specialist care.

The rentals are $175 a month

for single occupancy and .$280 for

two persons. The building was

financed with the help of a 40-

year Federal Housing Administra-

tion mortgage and the rentals

were figured on the basis of cover-

ing the cost of amortizing that

loan.

'his" children, and continued to

teach and ready the youths of the

community for Bar Mitzvah, until

his retirement last month. His

final Bar Mitzvah was that of his

wife's grandson, Michael Engel-

berg, bestowing upon him, as with

the hundreds before him, the

wisdom of Israel.

Rabbi Karesh first came to

Charleston, upon entering the

United States, moving on to New
York, where he was ordained.

Northern Jewry and
The Civil War

Concluded From Page 26

to immigrants and to Jews. Rabbi
David Einhorn, of Baltimore,

however, was a convinced Aboli-

tionist and employed both his

Baltimore pulpit and his German-
language monthly, Sinai, to excori-

ate "the unholiness of the South-

ern Institution" as "a profanation

of Judaism." Einhorn's views

made him so unpopular in pro-

Southern Baltimore that he had to

flee the city early in the war. Rab-
in Isaac Leeser, of Philadelphia,

bewailed "the continuance of the

unfortunate war which desolates

the South . . . and brings mourn-
ing and distress to almost every

household at the North," but for

Colonel Marcus M. Spiegel, of

Ohio, the Civil War was an op-

portunity to suppress "the misera-

ble cusses that would ruin our be-

loved country."

Many other individuals and

events pass through the seventy-

odd pages of the American Jewish

Archives' "Civil War Centennial

Northern Issue." Among them are

documentary accounts of the im-

portant Jewish Chaplaincy con-

troversy the anti-Jewish expulsion

order issued by General Grant in

Mississippi, the part American

Jews took in providing needy war-

victims with help and in supply-

ing the Union armies with cloth-

ing, the heroism and military pro-

gress of several Jewish servicemen,

the adventures of an immigrant

Jewish soldier taken prisoner by

the Confederacy, the attitudes of

a number of rabbis, and the pil-

grimage to Washington of a Bos-

ton Jew ecstatic at the defeat of

the South. Much of this material,

drawn largerly from sources like

the Library of Congress, Jewish

and general newspapers of the

Civil War period, and contempor-

ary war records has hitherto been

little-known, and interested read-

ers will find a great deal to intri-

gue them in the issue. Dr. Bertram

W. Korn, the noted authority on

American Jewish life during the

Civil War period, has written an

introduction to this latest offering

of the American Jewish Archives.

The Archives, whose director is

Professor Jacob Marcus, is a major

center of historical research in the

field of American Jewish life. Its

files bulge with mementi of Amer-

ican Jewry's Civil War experience,

and it invites inquiries from inter-

ested persons.

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JOSEPH GREENHUT
A Civil War Hero

New information on the record

of a Jewish Civil War hero cited

for bravery at the Battle of Get-

tysburg has just been brought to

light by the American Jewish

Archives, the historical research

center on the Cincinnati campus

of Hebrew Union College-Jewish

Institute of Religion.

The storv of Joseph B. Green-

hut, who, at 18, was among the

very first Chicagoans to respond

to Abraham Lincoln's appeal for

volunteers for the Union Army,

was culled by Archives director

Jacob R. Marcus from among
thousands of historical records, in

connection with the Civil War
centennial observance.

Greenhut. who in later years

became a leading New York busi-

ness leader and department store

owner, was an Austrian Jewish

immigrant, little more than a boy,

when the call to arms came. Not

long before, he had been a tin-

smith: now he was to make an

outstanding record in the Union

Army. He joined the service as a

private; left it as an Assistant Ad-

jutant General. When he gave up
his commission, his Brigade Com-

mander wrote: "He served three

long and hard years, taking active

part in all the most decisive bat-

tles, east and west."

His soldiering began in the 12th

Illinois Infantry. While storming

Fort Donelson (February, 1862),

he was badly wounded in the arm,

but he soon returned to active

service and took a prominent part

in the battles of Missionary Ridge,

Lookout Mountain, and Knox-

ville. It was, however, for his role

in the Battle of Gettysburg that

he was especially cited for gal-

lantry, and that distinction came

to him half a century after the

yvar.

At Gettysburg, Greenhut led

a body of 50 picked volunteers

under heavy enemy fire to dis-

lodge Confederate sharp-shooters

and completed the action in a

victorious bayonet charge. A lettei

Please Turn To Page 65

Commemorative stamp issued by

the State of Israel to mark Israel

Bond's tenth anniversary.

there, and be not diminished. And
seek the peace of the city whither

I have caused you to be carried

away captive, and pray unto the

Lord for it; for in the peace thereof

shall ye have peace."

In our contemporary America

differences in the sphere of religion

and culture are not artifically stim-

ulated but also are not discouraged.

This is in striking contrast to to-

talitarian states which do not tol-

erate religious or cultural differ-

ences.

The American people are staunch

believers in separation of church

and state. Basically our culture

or civilization rests on the founda-

tion of the Judeo- Christian heri-

tage, which in its essence consists ol

three main doctrines.

A. THE DOCTRINE OF THE
MORAL CHOICE: The pre-He-

brew civilizations were gripped by

religions of fatalism, determinism

and resignation. They saw human
life in relentless cycles coming back

to a starting point in darkness and

chaos. They denied that will and

conscience of man governed the fu-

ture of the world. Man was regard-

ed as the passive object, not the

conscious architect of historic

processes. Against this determinism

and resignation arose the revolu

tionary concept of Judaism: indi-

vidual conscience and free will;

the capacity of choice between

good and evil and the power to de-

termine one's life in accordance

with a coherent system of moral

thought and precept. Man was thus

endowed with dignity, freedom and

responsibility. From this doctrine

flowed the inference that man be

longed to himself and to God; that

he could not be the object of plea-

sure or whim of another man—that

he could never be enslaved.

B. THE DOCTRINE OF SO-

CIAL JUSTICE: Its primary theme

was, "Thou shalt love thy neighboi

as thyself." This gave birth to the

notion of solidarity of the human
race and responsibility for the wel-

fare of one's neighbor. The exhor-

tation to justice and righteousness,

like a golden thread, runs through

the Torah. Righteousness is not a

one time outpouring of sentimenf

or act of charity. It is a constant

element in the functioning and ac-

tivities of society. According to Ra-

bbinic teaching, justice is one ot

the three pillars on which the

world is founded: Justice, truth,

and peace. Time and again social

C. THE DOCTRINE OF UNI-
VERSAL PEACE: Against the pre-

vailing concept of war as the natu-

ral state of the universe and as part

of mankind's very nature and char-

acter, the Prophets of Israel pro-

claimed the doctrine of universal

peace. "Nation shall not lift up
sword against nation, neither shall

they learn war any more." The
ideal of universal peace as pro-

pounded by the prophets of Is-

rael presupposes a cooperative so-

ciety. Thus, more than 3000 years

ago the Hebrew genius gave birth

lo the ideal of a United Nations.

\merira became a nation by vir-

ture of the American Revolution.

The patriotism cf the men who
played so decisive a part in the

American Revolution was fired by

the example of judges and prophets

of Ancient Israel. The philosophy

of the American Revolution may
be thought of as a chain of reason-

ing composed of four concept-

ual links: God, Nature, Man and

Government.

GOD: The Declaration of Inde-

pendence has a religious orienta-

tion. It speaks ol the laws of nature

as being the laws of nature's God.

The signatories of the Declaration

of Independence appeal to the "Su-

preme fudge of the world", for the

rectitude of their intentions, and

they express "a firm reliance on

the Protection of Divine Provi-

dence".

Concluded From Page 25

active social life on the settlement.

But it is now the concensus that

the coffee house has given them
an opportunity to mingle with

people and thus initiate a new
lease for social activity.

Unlike more doctrinaire kib-

butzim, there were few in Kfar

Blum who felt that the new in-

stitution would harm the princi-

ple of collective living. On the

contrary, people felt that it was

also a part of kibbutz ideology to

enhance the recreational life of

its members. As one Kfar Blum
resident put it: "Even the most

conservative of our people were

for it." "After all," he added "at

the end of the day, they, too want

to relax over a .good cup of cof-

fee."

The steam of the espresso ma-

chine is now floating from many
other co-operative settlements.

Kfar Blum's southern neighbor,

Neot Mordechai, for instance, has

built a new coffee house with its

member's German reparations

funds. Many young kibbutzim are

also looking forward to the day

when they will be able to set up

a coffee lounge.

Thus, in Israel today if one

hears the order "I'll have an es-

presso, please," he should not take

it for granted that he is sitting in

a Dizengoff-Street cafe in bustling

Tel Aviv; he just might be re-

laxing in the coffee house of one

of many co-operative settlements.

And whether he goes on to have

one, two or three, the price will

still be the same—nothing.

The American Section of the Ex-
ecutive of The Jewish Agency for
Israel has announced the appoint-
ment; of Isadore Hamlin as executive
director.

NATURE: The Declaration ot

Independence bases the right of a

people to assume a separate and

equal station among the powers of

the earth on "the Laws of Nature

and Nature's God." This short

phrase embodies a blend of Stoic

and Christian thought. The Laws

of Nature are not blind autono-

mous forces; they are transcripts of

God's "customary ways". They

are not prior to, but after God; the

Laws of Nature record His habits.

Nature, therefore, constitutes a di-

vine revelation. Since divine reason

permeates nature, human reason

en rapport with divine reason can

read and interpret Nature as divine

revelation.

Rarely has a phrase "the Laws

of Nature and Nature's God," em-

bodied by implication a complete

system of thought. Compactly, it

conveys the following concepts: (1)

the conception of Nature as a

source of universal law; (2) the con-

ception of Reason as the essential

principle of nature; (3) the concep-

tion that all men share in reason,

and therefore are equal; (4) the

conception that justice is the right-

ful source of government; (5) the

conception of Duty.

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MAN: The concept of Man in

the Declaration reflects a lofty view

of human life. It assumes that

man is the crown of civilization

and that he possesses a dignity

which sets him apart from all other

creatures. Man is created free and

intended to remain free.

GOVERNMENT: Government

is conceived of in terms of the so-

cial contract. Sovereignty is invest-

ed exclusively in the people, who

alone can make and unmake gov-

ernments. The purpose of govern-

ment is to secure the rights of the

people.

Every government must contain

something of the "majestic" prin-

ciple, rooted in men's emotions,

embedded in the lore of the nation

and transcending every national

possession and treasure. Its purpose

is to give government a cohesive

force outlasting temporary political

changes and storms. This element

is enshrined in the Constitution of

the United States. Amidst all the

turbulences of history and weather-

ing a bloody fratricidal war the

Constitution has remained a fixture

in the American mind. Within its

framework America has risen to

wealth and world power; it has not

been shattered by the tensions of

the major depressions and wars,

under it American freedoms have

not been extinguished, although

they have at times been assailed and

severely limited. The American

constitution has been the object of

imitation by other peoples. Since

its adoption in Philadelphia in the

late summer of 1787 it has deter-

mined the structure and control of

the Federal Union.

By an evolutionary process the

Supreme Court has become the

arbiter of government, discriminat-

ing between what is and what is

not allowable to the executive and

legislative branches. It has seen its

assumptions of authority grow

more respected with the passage of

time. An eminent historian of the

Constitution (A. C. McLaughlin)

states:

"The doctrine of 'judical re

view' is the last word, logically and

historically speaking, in the at-

tempt of a free people to establish

and maintain a nonautocratic gov-

ernment. It is the culmination of

the essentials of Revolutionary

thinking."

Chief Justice Hughes in a Colum-

bia University lecture said, "The

Court is the final interpreter of the

Acts of Congress. Statutes come to

the judicial test with respect to

their true import, and a federal

statute means what the Court says

it means."

Like the two other coordinate

branches of the government, the

legislative and judicial, the Presi-

dency has undergone a process of

development. In practice the Pre-

sidency covers a wider scope of re-

sponsibilities, functions and op-

portunities than those specified in

the constitution as duties and pow-

ers. By common consent the presi-

dent is the Chief of State, and the

leader and mentor of the nation;

the head of a political party with

responsibility for the formulation

of program and the devising of do-

mestic policies calculated to insure

the common well-being of the na-

tion. He controls foreign relations

so that the national security is as-

sured. The President also sees to it

that the legislation necessary to de-

sirable objectives is written and

passed, and to make sure that the

administrative services are compe-

tent for the faithful execution of

the laws with which he is charged.

The moral weight of the Presidency

is so great and indefinable that it is

rightly regarded as the highest and

most powerful office in the world.

There is a vast literature on the

subject, why the United States of

America is a success. The fact that

a great many answers are offered

proves that no single answer is sat-

isfactory. Some of the early histor-

ians believed they saw the hand of

God operating exclusively in

American history. This is in conson-

ance with the Hebraic concept of

God in History, a concept which

has been incorporated into Chris-

tian thought. The fact that on the

same day that the Edict of Expul-

sion of the Jews from Spain was is-

sued, Columbus embarked on his

voyage of discovery, is viewed in

Jewish lore, as the finger of God
in history. To a friend Washing-

ton wrote, "I am sure that there

was never a people who had more

reason to acknowledge a divine in

terposition in their affairs than

those of the United States."

Some attribute the success ol

America to the richness of resour-

ces—soil, forest, water power, coal

;>nd minerals. The theory of "plur-

alism" as a factor in the success ol

America has many exponents. Di

versity, it is maintained, builds in

dividual character and thereby

helps to endow the country with

the ability to solve problems as

they arise. Some attribute the

American success to the frontier.

The frontier attracted the brave

and the courageous. In order to

overcome the challenge of primi-

tive life it called for an exhibition

of the sturdiest and best qualities

of our cultural heritage. This is

similar to the idea of the noted

Professor Arnold Toynbee, who ex-

plains the rise and fall of civiliza-

tions as challenge and response.

The fluid, chaotic and lawless so-

ciety of the frontier eventually con-

gealed into an organized, enter-

prising society which exemplified at

its best American individualism

and dynamism.

The United States of America
which won the admiration of the

whole world and drew to its shores

the bold and the courageous from
many lands faced many crises in its

history. The most serious one was
the Civil War.

The omission of the noble de-

nounciation of slavery by Thomas
Jefferson in the original draft of

the Declaration of Independence—
a concession to the conservatives of

that day—was a contradiction to the

fervent spirit and personality of

Jefferson and the ideals to which

his life was concecrated. As time

went on it became apparent that a

polity based on Graeco-Roman
Stoicism and Hebrew-Chris-

tian concepts, was incompatible

with slavery. John C. Cal-

houn, a highly talented man and

aspirant to the Presidency of the

United States, became increasingly

identified with the interests of

those of the slave-holding and pro-

pertied classes of the South. He ex-

pounded the political philosophy

of "States' Rights". In defense of

the morality of the institution of

slavery, Calhoun elaborated the

pro-slavery theory. The proposi-

tion that all men are created equal,

he declared incapable of proof. In-

equality is one of the conditions

of progress and it must be protect-

ed by government. There is no

body of natural rights, and no

rights obtained independently of

government. "Slavery is not neces-

sarily an evil", Calhoun main-

tained. "There has never existed a

wealthy and civilized society in

which one part of the community

did not, in point of fact, live on the

labor of the other," Calhoun

visualized a noble republic based

on slavery, in the image of an-

cient Athens.

In the end the institution of

slavery had to give way to extrinsic

factors, industrialization and ur-

banization, and to an intrinsic fac-

tor, a heightened awareness of the

impossibility of reconciling slavery

with a policy based on ethical and

religious foundations.

Another grave challenge to our

existence as a nation is that of

Communism. The basic ideas of

Commnism are expounded in the

Communist Manifesto, a joint pro-

duct of Karl Marx and Fried-

rich Engels, which appeared in

1844. The Communist Manifesto

is antithetical to the "Principles of

1776". We shall consider briefly

three basic interrelated supposi-

tions which underlie the Com-
munist MANIFESTO.

1. Dialectics. The Hegelian

TRIAD of thesis, antithesis and

synthesis, Marx adopted to the eco-

nomic area of life. Capitalism is

the thesis, labor the antithesis. Com-
munism, as a synthesis, will devel-

op as a result of the interaction of

the thesis and antithesis.

2. Economic Determinism . The
economic base of society, accord-

ing to Marx, determines other so-

cial institutions. Man is only the

plaything of external forces.

3. The Class Struggle. The his-

tory of society is the history of

Please Turn To Page 79

American & Southern Insurance Co.

of commendation, written many
years later by Henry C. Stimson,

Secretary of War in the Taft ad-

ministration, pays tribute to

Greenhut for his heroism:

"The attention of the War De
partment having been brought

lately to the distinguished service

rendered by you to your country

on the second day of the battle of

Gettysburg (July 2, 1863), where-

in you are specially selected by

your commanding officer, Lieut.

Gol. Edward S. Salomon, to lead

a body of fifty picked volunteers

to dislodge Confederate sharp

shooters from the shelter of cer-

tain houses about 100 yards in

front of the Union line and from

which they were picking off gun-

ners and officers on said line, that

you did execute the movement
with such great skill and bravery

under heavy fire of the enemy,

culminating in a bayonet charge

led by yourself and in such a man-

ner that the houses were carried

and the enemy driven therefrom.

1, therefore, take great pleasure

in expressing to you the thanks

ol the War Department of the

United States for the gallantry

displayed by you, as set forth

above, contributing to the final

success of this memorable battle."

In 1890, Joseph W. Filer, Gov-

ernor of Illinois, appointed Green-

hut one of three commissioners

to erect a monument in honor of

the Illinois soldiers who had taken

part in the Battle of Gettysburg,

and when the monument was un-

veiled in September, 1891, Green-

hut delivered the dedicatory ad-

dress.

Greenhut's parents had brought

him to Chicago from Austria when
he was nine. At 12, a desire to

make his fortune led him to leave

school and to make his way to

Mobile, Ala., where he arrived

with twenty-five cents in his

pocket. By 1861, however, he had

returned to Chicago, and it was

from there that he enlisted in the

Union Army. In later life, Green-

hut became a successful business-

man. He died in New York in

1918.

Joseph Greenhut was one of

several thousand Jews who fought

in the Civil War. Their records

are being compiled by the Ameri-

can Jewish Archives in observance

of the national Civil War centen-

nial.

By General Yaacov Dori

In the past five years, we pro-

vided homes in our country for

Jews from every corner of the

world, many of them coming from

lands whose civilization is centuries

behind the times. In this inspiring

and formidable social cauldron, the

Technion with its program of tech-

nological education, stands out as a

fortress of scientific objectivity, ris-

ing above conflicting political

trends and diverse national back-

grounds and cultures, and provid-

ing the basis for national integra-

tion. Our student body and our

faculty embrace men and women
of every political belief and of

widely divergent origins whose com-

mon denominator is academic de-

tachment. All fam iliar with the so-

cial climate of present day Israel

will appreciate that this is no mean
achievement.

It is our proud conviction that

the example we have been setting

in our institution in Haifa is having

a salutary effect upon all Israel.

Man must be judged by what he is

and by his capacities for accomp-

lishment. There is no other yard-

stick. All other issues are extrane-

ous, irrelevant, and immaterial.

The basic scientific values — pre

cision, objectivity, absolute stand-

ards — are as valid in relation to

life as they are to laboratory prob-

lems. Hence, in training Israel's

young scientists, engineers, and
technicians, we are also training

future citizens who can shed the

prejudices of the past and liberate

themselves from the fog and con-

fusion of contemporary politics.

It is my firm belief that if man-
kind is not to destroy itself by

means of its inventions and scien-

tific advances, it must increasingly

look to men of science and technol-

ogy for leadership in the social

fields. Education generally trans-

forms men and women into selfless,

conscientious laboratory workers

and devout searchers after truth in

the fields of science and also pre-

pares them for the realistic handl-

ing of man's relationship to his

fellow man.

These principles are our guide-

book at the Technion. It is not the

purpose of the Technion to train

robots or to produce human adding

machines or Geiger counters. The
engineer and the scientist must be

whole men, no less skilled and pro-

ficient in the discharge of their

social responsibilities than in the

use of slide rules. The man who
plans a bridge across one of our

physical wadis must also possess the

capabilities to help build a bridge

across cultural and civilizational

wadis to a better tomorrow for our

people. This is then the purpose of

our institute of Technology. It is

dedicated to the education of our

citizens, to the rearing of a genera-

tion of enlightened young people

who are capable of assuming posi-

tions of leadership in our young

democracy.

As we begin the first construction

work on our new campus, I am en-

couraged by the knowledge that in

America we have a sturdy and

steadfast group of friends and well-

wishers who will leave no stone un-

turned until the new Technion

campus is completed and the Insti-

tute rises to its full stature and ful-

fills the hopes which Israel has in-

vested in us. As building after

building goes up on Mount Car-

mel according to plan, you will

share with us the supreme satisfac-

tion of having contributed to

Israel's welfare and to the spirit of

free men everywhere.

When Passover Was Turned Into

Yom Kippur

En Memoriam To Abraham Lincoln
BY HERBERT LEE

The High Holy Day season in

the year of America's observance

of the centennial of the Civil War
is a fitting time to recall once more

the affinity between the American

Jews and that great, tragic figure ol

our history, Abraham Lincoln. For

affinity there was. Indeed, Emanu-

el Hertz, an Austrian-born Jew
who had become one of the greatest

of Lincoln biographers, had drawn

a close parallel between Lincoln

and two men outstanding in Jew-

ish history. Hertz saw Lincoln's

philosophy as resembling the be-

liefs of Hillel: he deemed Lincoln's

life as the rebirth of a modern

Moses.

It is no wonder then that some

Jewish historians have noted that,

when the word was spread on that

fateful day in April 1865 that Lin

coin had been assassinated, joyous

Passover services had suddenly

taken on the aspect of Yom Kip-

pur solemnity. Lincoln, murdered

in the middle of Passover of that

year, was mourned with great pain

and deep travail in every syna

gogue and temple in the United

States — in the South as well as in

the rest of the country.

When the martyred President's

remains were being carried on that

sad ride, memoralized by Wall

Whitman, from Washington to

burial at Springfield, a committee

of Springfield citizens accompanied

the fallen leader. A member of

that committee was a Jew, an old

friend of Lincoln's, one who had
called frequently at the White
House as a friend of the Chief Ex-

ecutive between 1861 and 1865 —

Julius Hammersborough.

Lincoln had many other Jewish

friends. Among them was Abra-

ham Kohn, city clerk of Chicago

and president of Kehilath Anshe

Ma'ariv, the oldest Jewish syna-

gogue in Illinois; Lewis N. Dem-
bitz of Kentucky and Morris Pin-

ner of Missouri, delegates to the

convention which nominated Lin-

coln as the Republican candidate

for the Presidency in 1850; Abra-

ham Jonas of Quincy, one of Lin-

coln's closest political allies in Illin-

ois; the somewhat enigmatic podia-

trist from N. Y., Isacahar Zacharia,

whom historians consider one of

Lincoln's personal liaison men

with the Confederacy (and prob-

ably a spy for the North) and many
others.

But Lincoln's place among the

Jews rested on a foundation much
firmer than mere personal friend-

ship with some individual Jews.

His was far from a case of a poli-

tician who could boast "some of

my best friends are Jews." Lin-

coln, when it came to some ex-

tremely vital issues, acted on be-

half of the Jews of America, as in

the case of the shameful command
by a man who was in every other

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respect one of our greatest heroes

of the civil war—General Ulysses

S. Grant. In an order aimed at stop-

ping traders from dealing with the

South in violation of the blockade,

General Grant issued an order de-

claring: "The Jews as a class, vio-

lating every regulation of trade es-

tablished by the Treasury and also

(Army) department orders, are

hereby expelled from the depart

ment within 24 hours of the receipt

of this order.

The reaction, once the phrasing

of the order became known, was

swift and explosive. The very ac-

tive Jewish press protested vigor-

ously. Delegations were formed to

contact the President in person.

Cesar Kaskel, from Paducah, Ken

tucky, received an appointment

with Lincoln. He protested against

the Jews being attacked by a gene-

ral "as a class." The following col-

loquy took place between Lincoln

and Kaskel:

Lincoln: "And so the children

of Israel were driven from the land

of Canaan."

Kaskel: "Yes, and that is why they

have come to Father Abraham's

bosom to seek protection."

Lincoln: "And this protection

they shall have."

Four days later, the general-in-

chief of the northern armies.

General Halleck, directed Grant to

revoke the order, explaining thai

the President found such revoca-

tion necessary because the order

proscribed an entire religious

class, some of whom are fighting in

our ranks."

Another major issue concerned

the question as to whether Jews

were considered first-class or sec

ond-class citizens. Congress had

passed an act providing for the ap-

pointment of army chaplains. But

the law provided specifically that

chaplains must be members of some

Christian denomination. When the

"Cameron Dragoons," a New York

regiment composed largely oi Jews,

elected a Jew as chaplain, Secretary

of War Simon Cameron—the very

man after whom the regiment was

named—declined to issue a com-

mission to the Jew selected — a Rev.

Arthur Fischel.

There were wide protests by

Jews — supported by the non-Jew-

ish press and the general public.

Hewbrew Teacher Shortage Grave
Dwelling on the Hebrew teachet

shortage at the recent annual con-

ference of the American Associa-

tion of Jewish Education, Philip L.

Lown, president, cautioned the

parley that the prospects are that

the shortage will grow increasingly

grave in the years ahead. To meet

the situation, he said, we would

have to inject the teaching system

with approximately five hundred

teachers a year, but since the an-

nual crop of qualified teachers is

only a little more than one hund-

red, of whom only one half remain

in the field up to five years, while

75% drop out after five years, it is

obvious that the problem is a tragic

one. We could of course create

facilities for turning out more

teachers annually, but that would

only solve half the problem. The
basic problem is not alone to create

a cadre of teachers but how to keep

them in our school system once

they entered it. To accomplish that

would require a community-wide

reorientation toward the Jewish

teacher as a man and as a profes-

sional.

These Marxist suppositions are

the mere foundation stones on

which a very complex and erudite

philosophy has been reared.

Our view of life is diametrically

opposed to the Marxist view. We
view society as a coordinated har-

monious organism in which each

individual and group has the op-

portunities and facilities to display

their energies in accordance with

just and egalitarian laws. We do

not believe that man is the mere

plaything of blind cosmic forces.

Our society, attuned to the eternal

verities of Judeo-Christian tradi-

tion and responsive to the dynam
ism of an unfolding scientific age,

endeavors to perfect a social order

in which every individual without

legard to creed, race or color may
lake an active and decisive part in

the shaping of his own destiny in

agreement with an objective and

universal order established by God
or Cosmic Intelligence. The dy-

namics of our society, we believe,

is not the impersonal tension or in-

terplay between classes. The vic-

issitudes of fortune in the lives of

individuals and nations, we believe,

are due to the direction and guid-

ance of a Creator, the Lord of His-

tory.

This year marks the centennial

of the birth of Schmaryahu Levin,

a great "traveling salesman for

Zionism" as he was once described.

I recall a story which gives a

capsule description of the magne-

tism of his oratory.

One time after speaking in Phil-

adelphia, a Jew came up to him

and told him how much he loved

his speech.

Schmaryahu Levin turned ;i

wry face. "Listen, my friend, I

saw you in Brooklyn and also at

a New York meeting. Quit follow-

ing me around from town to

town. Because of you I have to

change my speech in every place."

Not all were so magnetized by

his ortory as to follow him around

of course, but no one could be

impassive listening to him.

Levin did not indulge in ora-

torical platitudes. He was not

theatrical. He would get up, look

his audience over and, seemingly

after a general survey, center his

eyes on some one individual and

carry on, as it were, a conversa-

tion with him. It was this practice

which once had an amusing after-

math in the early stages of his

career. He centered his talk on a

young woman and a great ro-

mance ensued between them. He
could be ruthlessly blunt. At the

time he was traveling about the

country and speaking for Zion-

ism, one of the better known staff

writers of the Jewish Daily For-

ward carried on a continuous

tirade against the Zionist idea.

One time, this anti-Zionist came

up and said to Levin, "Schmary-

ahu, don't you remember me, I

am So and So from your home
town, I changed my name in

America. I write those articles

against Zionism now."

Levin looked at him. So. he

said, "abie ich hob gemeint es

seinen zwei paskudnakes. Es is

gor ein paskudnak."

On his mother's side, Schmary-

ahu Levin came from Hasidim

who had followed the Iubavitell-

er, while his father was an ardent

Misnagid.

He had the usual Cheder train-

ing. He recalls in his autobi-

ography the time when one of his

fellow Cheder pupils was being

whipped, word came that the wife

of the boy being spanked had just

given birth to a child. Jews mar-

ried early in those days. Levin's

mother was married at the age

of fourteen.

But if his early education was

of the primitive sort, later at Ber-

lin, he partook of the more so-

phisticated kind. It didn't entire-

ly ring bells with Schmaryahu

Levin. He found the German stu-

dents gloating in the amount of

beer one drank. Unless you could

put down fifteen glasses of beer

daily, even if you had a Ph.D. you

weren't regarded as amounting to

anything. Goethe and Lessing and

Kant were no longer German

idols. Instead, they gloried in Von

Moltke and Bismark. Power alone

they respected.

Schmaryahu Levin as a young

man had planned to settle in

Eretz Israel, but most of the early

Zionist leaders themselves in pri-

vate were not very encouraging.

Levin recalled the story of another

young man who had read that

shells were found in abundance

on the beaches of Eretz Israel, so

he conceived the idea of going

there and opening a button fac-

tory. But one of the leading Zion-

ist writers said to him, "Who will

buy your buttons?"

It was not an easy problem.

Later, after Schmaryahu Levin

had done his work winning

American Jewry over, he settled in

Jerusalem. For a time, I believe,

A Quiz For The Family

Q.—What was the most remark-

able technological aspect of Israel's

first rocket launch in July?

A.—The fact that the Israel-de-

signed and Israel-made rocket,

Shavit II was multi-staged. Build-

ing and firing such a rocket so that

each stage ignites in proper se-

quence represents rocket technol-

ogy of a very high order.

Q.—What Jewish history did

President Kennedy make in his

major appointments?

A.—He named two Jewish Cabi-

net members — Abraham A. Ribi-

coff, Secretary of Health, Educa
lion and welfare, and Arthur

Goldberg, Secretary of Labor. This

is the first time in American his-

tory that a Cabinet has had two

Jewish members.

Q.—What was the key claim that

Adolf Eichmann used is his def-

ense in Israel against charges that

he master-minded the slaughter of

6,000,000 European Jews?

A.—That he was a minor cog in

the vast murder machinery who
only carried our orders and never

issued them as head of the Gestapo

Department for Jewish Affairs.

Q.—What argument did Presi-

dent Kennedy touch off in the

Jewish community with his bill

for federal aid to public schools?

A.—A dispute between propon-

ents of Jewish day schools most of

them orthodox, and other ele-

ments of the Jewish organizations,

about the advisability of federal

aid to such Jewish schools. A large

number of Jewish organizations,

while sticking to their opposition

to any federal aid to any private

schools, came out during the year

with appeals to Jewish federations

to end a long-standing policy of

refusing grants to such Jewish

schools.

Q.—How did America's first and
only avowed Nazi party do during

the year?

A.—Poorly. An Arlington Judge
slapped sentences of a year at hard

labor on two of George Rockwell's

"stormtroopers" for dragging a

Jewish boy into the Nazi "head-

quarters" in that Virginia city and
abusing him. The incident spark-

ed formation of a Citizens Emer-

gency Committee of mostly non-

Jews to find means of getting rid

ol Rockwell and his entourage.

Q.—Was any progress reported

in the problem of exclusion quotas

in American colleges and univer-

sities against prospective Jewish

students?

A.— Prof. William Haber, na-

tional chairman of the Hillel

Foundations, reported that the

Jewish quota system in the col-

leges and universities was "virtual-

ly dead." He cited data from med-

ical schools — long one of the

worst practitioners of such biased

Ancient Art—Glass-Blowing

At Technion
By Hugh Orgel

HAIFA, Israel (Special)-Stuck

away in a small laboratory on the

old campus of Israel Tech is one

of the smallest service departments

of the Technion, Israel Institute

of Technology, but one which

saves the Institute thousands of

dollars a year. It is a hot, noisy

place which uses glass as its raw

material and cooking gas, oxgyen

and mouth-blown air as its work-

ing tools. The department is the

Technion's glass-blowing shop.

Glass is a fragile substance with

out which a student or research

worker in chemistry or physics

could not work. In his chemistry

classes at school the young student

heats a test-tube over a bunsen

burner. As he progresses through

his early years in any institute of

technology the first, second or

third year student uses ever more
complicated pieces of apparatus,

most of them of a standard type.

But when he begins graduate or

research work he finds that he

must design his own pieces of

equipment, welded together and

linked into most complicated ar-

rays of glass tubes, condensers,

flasks and vacuum bottles, some-

times wandering over complete

walls or branches. It is here that

the Technion's master glass-blow-

er and his two assistants come into

their own.

A Family Tradition

Yaacov Rosenbaum, the young

man who heads the glass shop,

was born in France of Polish par-

ents. Flis father learned glass-blow-

ing in Germany and came to Israel

where he was emploved by the

Hebrew University. There, young

Yaacov used to spend many hours

after school, watching his father

manipulate the soft glowing glass.

During vacations he would even

lend a helping hand with easy

jobs. But then, is 1948, when Yaa-

cov was preparing to enter the

University, came the War of In-

dependence, in which his father

was killed. Forced to halt his

studies and go out to earn his

living young Yaacov apprenticed

himself to a veteran glass-blower

from Hungary, to continue work-

ing in his father's craft.

After six years of on-the-spot

training (the standard sort of

training for the ancient art of glass

working) Yaacov Rosenbaum came
to the Technion in Haifa in 1956,

to open Israel Tech's first glass

shop. Since then he has trained

himself to become a master glass

blower, and was sent by the

Technion last year to Holland,

one of the only two countries in

the world where there are schools

for glassblowers (the other coun-

try is Great Britain,, where a

school has just been opened).

Israel Tech's glass shop started

on a small scale. It took over a

tiny laboratory on the Hadar Ha-

carmel campus, abandoned by its

building research occupants when

they moved up to their modern

mountain-top building on the new
campus on Mount Carmel, over-

looking Haifa. Rosenbaum began

bv simple jobs of repairing broken

chemical glassware or altering

standard pieces of equipment. To-

day neither he nor his two assist-

ants, Zalman Ancel and Yehoshua

Ohana, are scared of taking on the

most complicated jobs of equip-

ment construction. Even when a

research worker proposes the use

of standard bits of equipment in

his design Rosenbaum often pre-

fers to make the pieces himself,

using imported pyrex glass tubes

of various sizes, amending and im-

proving on the standard designs.

The shop has a steady demand for

vacuum flasks for use with high

vacuum apparatus for research

work.

Rosen bailm finds that he can

produce a vacuum flask from raw
pyrex stock cheaper than import-

ing the finished article—and ex-

perience has proved that a Techn-
ion-made flask is more efficient

than a standard, shop-bought

model. This, he explains, is due

to the fact that he can give indivi-

dual attention to his product and

can provide each piece with a

slower bake after production, to

remove flaws and strengthen weak-

nesses in the glass welds.

The average monthly output of

the glass shop today runs to be-

tween 100 and 120 orders amount-
ing to up to 500 pieces of equip-

ment a month, in addition to re-

pairs of broken equipment. Most
of the work is done in the small

but well-equipped shop on the

downtown campus with some jobs

too delicate to be transported

about being carried out in a small

branch shop on the new Mount
Carmel campus. In the main shop

the individual pieces of equip

ment are made from rough sket-

ches drawn up by facultv members
or research students. In most

cases the man or woman request-

ing the eauipment brings in his

order to Rosenbaum who checks

it through with them, suggesting

alterations or improvements from

his glass-blowing and glass pi'o-

perties experience.

For a large set-up such as a

high-vacuum apparatus or a com-

plicated diffusion pump set, sever-

al dozens of individual pieces are

made and then taken carefully to

the laboratory concerned where

the wall or bench fixtures have al-

ready been set up. With a porta-

ble hand torch Rosenbaum then

has the delicate task of welding

the individual pieces together into

one solid run-through of pipes,

tubes and flasks, inserting chemi-

cals on the spot when these are

to become an integral part of the

finished apparatus. While this de-

licate construction work is in pro-

gress the research student or pro

fessor who has ordered the equip-

ment to his own soecifications

hovers about anxiously and oc-

casionally even acts as messenger-

boy for the glass master. While the

research experiment is in process

Rosenbaum continues to take a

paternal interest in his work,

dropping in to inspect it at times,

and listening to suggestions for

future developments.

The Jewish Federations

And The Day Schools

By Ben Kaftan

One of the totally unexpected

and ironic by-products of President

Kennedy's massive school aid bill

has been the eruption of one of the

hottest controversies in the Ameri-

can Jewish community in years —

the role, the needs, and the financ-

ing of Jewish day schools.

The irony is in the fact that

President Kennedy, a Catholic,

specifically barred any portion of

the proposed federal funds from

going to religious schools. Most of

these schools in the United States

are Catholic parochial schools. But

there is also a respectable network

of Jewish day schools, most of then)

under Orthodox sponsorship and

with a few under Conservative au-

spices.

When Catholic spokesmen, cleri-

cal and lay alike, began to protest

the exclusion of their schools from

the provisions of the Kennedy

school aid bill, the apparent mono-

lithic unity of the Jewish commun-

ity against any such aid to any

religious schools — including the

Jewish day schools — was split wide

open.

Prior to the introduction of the

Kennedy school aid bill, the debate

in the Jewish community was the-

oretical. Sponsors of Jewish day

schools had complained intermit

tently of the total lack of Jewish

communal support for a program

which had achieved widespread

support in the Jewish community

as a true reservoir of an educated

Jewish laity for the future. It was,

cn the whole, an accurate indict-

ment. Very few Jewish federations

have any record of allocations to

Jewish day schools.

The debate stopped being the-

oretical when Catholic spokesman

began to protest the exclusion

phase of the Administration school

aid bill. Emboldened by the argu-

ments from Catholic sources, spon-

sors and educators in the Orthodox

Jewish field began to speak more

forcefully. A convention of the

National Association of Hebrew
PTAs pointed out that federal

grants had been made for years to

leligious schools under the Nation-

al Defense Act. The delegates urged

at least an extension and widening

of such loans.

But it was not a simple case of

opposition to federal aid to re-

ligious schools from those not in-

volved in such schools in the Jewish

community, as against a strong

stand for such aid for Jewish day

schools from those committed to

the Jewish day school program. The

differences ran every which way

through the organized Jewish com
munity.

Organizations of Conservative

Judaism, which is formally on rec-

ord in favor of such schools, came

out solidly during the year against

federal aid to religious schools, in-

cluding presumably Conservative-

sponsored day schools. The Rab
binical Assembly, the Association

of Conservative Rabbis, adopted at

its 61st annual convention, a reso-

lution in favor of federal aid to

public schools, but not to religious

schools.

The National Federation of Jew-

ish Men's Clubs, an affiliate of the

United Synagogue of America, the

organization of Conservative con-

gregations, took the same stand, as

did the executive board of the Unit-

ed Synagogue of America. So dici

two leading Jewish education

groups — the American Association

for Jewish education and the Na-

tional Council for Jewish education

at their annual meetings.

What was striking about these

stands was not the opposition to

federal aid to religious schools but

the inclusion in most of the resolu-

tions of an appeal to federations

and welfare funds to provide

grants from Jewish communal

funds to such schools. It was neatly

summed up by an Orthodox rabbi,

Charles Weinberg, president of the

Rabbinical Council of America, in

an address to the annual dinner of

the Union of Orthodox Jewish

Congregations. Rabbi Weinberg

said the issue would never have

arisen if the ancient Jewish princi-

ple of "taking care of our own" had

been applied. He emphasized that

the controversy stemmed in large

part from "a widespread concern

among Jewish educators for the

continued growth of a system of re-

ligious education which is widely

accepted as a significant contribu-

tion to the development of a truly

Jewish community in the United

States." The answer, he said, was

to induce the Jewish federations

and funds to aid the embattled

Jewish day schools.

A report on the specifics of the

schools was issued by Torah Ume-
sorah, the National Society for He-

brew Day Schools, in an academic

year-end report. Torah Umesorah
reported that 10 additional day

schools, in 10 cities were scheduled

to be opened in those cities in

September, each the first such

school in those cities. The service

agency said that this would bring

to 278 the total of day schools.

Perhaps the most striking aspect

of the debate about such schools

was the shift over the years from

opposition and even hostility to

such schools among American Jew-

ish leaders to an approach which

was virtually the opposite: that day

schools were making a contribution

in providing an in-depth Jewish

education for its pupils which was

much superior to the typical one or

two hours of instruction three or

four days a week in the typical Tal-

mud Torah and vastly better than
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the even more typical Sunday
school programs for Jewish chil-

dren.

The opposition among Jewish
groups to federal aid to Jewish
day schools stemmed not from hos-

tility to such schools but from Jew-
ish fears that such aid would breach
the Constitutional separation oi

church and state. Such fears were
based on memories of life in Euro-
pean countries where such separa-

tion was non-existent, a condition
all too often creating problems for

those now-vanished communities.

What appeared to be shaping up
was a struggle over day schools on
an entirely new level. If the Jewish
federations and welfare funds
adopted a general program of fin-

ancial support for Jewish day
schools in their communities, much
of the steam would be taken out
of the Orthodox struggle for feder-

al funds to day schools — regard-

less of what Catholic pressure might
achieve in getting such funds for

Catholic parochial schools. But ii

appeared highly unlikely that such

Jewish financial aid would come
in any form other than a slow in-

crease in such allocations to a slow-

ly growing number of Jewish

schools.

It appeared more likely that

federal loans to such schools -

partciularly via such arrangements

as the National Defense Act—would
increase over the years, particularly

if a separate bill to provide direct

federal grants to religious schools

became law. Whether Jewish feder-

ations and funds would react to

such a development by providing

allocations to Jewish day schools on

a substantial basis, and how
promptly they should do so, might

well be the biggest story of the

coming Jewish year.

The First Jewish Aristotelian

By Dr. Sidney B. Hoenig
JUDAISM AS A PHILOSPHY,

By Dr. Leon D. Stitskin (Bloch

Publishing Co.), is a significant

study of a medieval Jewish philo-

sopher, Abraham Bar Hiyya,

whose contemporary meaningful-

ness is most compelling-. Prepared

as a doctoral dissertation, the au-

thor expanded it for n'lhUoation

into an all-embracing philosophic-

al treatise, published as the first

volume under the auspicies and im-

primatur of the Bernard Revel

Graduate School of Yeshiva Uni-

versity.

From the very beginning of this

scholarly book, it is apparent that

"Judaism as a Philosophy" is more
than an exposition of Bar Hiyya's

work. Abraham Bar Hiyya, eleven-

th century Spanish Jewish philo-

sopher and astronomer, becomes
in the conceptual formulation of

Dr. Stitskin 's thought modes the

prototype of a philosophy of per-

sonalism. Such a philosophy, as-

serts the author, is timeless in

scope, pertinent to meeting the

fundamental metaphvsical chal-

lenges of human thought and re-

presents an authentic Hebraic

world scheme. Of the various areas

around which revolve the struc-

ture of our conceptual processes

such as metaphysics, ethics and

epistemology, the accent in Jewish

philosophy is on personalism.

Reality is rooted in human per-

sonalis, "Indeed a studv of the

nature and destiny of man leads

to the unfolding of the ultimate

reality of existence; and what is

more, the cultivation of the spirit

has an indspensable role in the

fulfillment of cosmic purposes."

In this scheme man's supreme

task as a spiritual being is to rea-

lize his infinite capacities for im-

mortality. It is through man's

persistent efforts to achieve in-

tellectual excellence, ethical and

religious perfection that he actual-

izes his divine potential which can

survive the destruction of the

body.

The process by which man's po
tentiality moves on to actuality

constitutes one of the most fasci-

nating chapters in the book. It

projects a novel approach to

taame ha-mitzvot which every in-

telligent Jew striving to establish

a rationale for religious obser-

ances must lake seriously. Tied
up with the new rationale of mitz-

vot is the notion that the absolute

in Judaism is not a gift conferred

upon man initially by grace but
truths projected as ideal ends and
hammered out in the crucible of

spiritual commitments and con-

secrated deeds. "The absolute in

the Hebraic view is not a theory

but an activity. ... In this con-

text, the first inquiry of man is

not, what can I know? but what

can I do in order to know?"
Of special interest to the scholar

and researcher of a history of

philosophy is Dr. Stitskin's asser-

tion that Bar Hiyya was the first

Jewish Aristotelian p r e-dating

Maimonides by almost a century.

Through a critical analysis of the

works of Bar Hiyya, a compara-

tive study of the manuscripts

available and an investigation in-

to the temper of the times that

helped to shape the character and

intellectual pursuits of Bar Hiyya,

Stitskin has deduced that Bar

Hiyya was the first Jewish philoso-

pher to adopt the fundamental

concepts of Aristotle and render

them compatible with the Biblical

thought forms.

Now this assertion is crucial to

the exposition of a philosophy of

Personalism. For in Aristotle we
have for the first time the notion

of human personality as an or-

ganic unit. In contrast to Plato's

consideration of the transcendent-

al idea, the abstruse essences as

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basic to philosophic exploration,

Aristotle posited the total existen-

tial experiences of man as he con-

fronts his environment and moves

on from a state of potentiality to

actuality as an essential element

in any philosophical scheme. No
wonder then that Dr. Stitskin has

linked Bar Hiyya to Aristotle as a

necessary prerequisite to an expo-

sition of a philosophy of Person-

alism which a metaphysical ethics

of self-re-realization forms the axis

around which the structure of

Judaism revolves.

There is yet a third aspect

enunciated in Dr. Stitskin's ab-

sorbing volume which is really a

consequence of the first two,

namely, the place of a philosophy

of personalism vis-a-vis contempo-

rary philosophic currents especial-

ly existentialism. Dr. Stitskin

maintains that while both philoso-

phic versions are predicated upon

an existential experience, there is

a difference in motivation. Exis-

tentialism is motivated to an

ethically oriented cosmos by the

tragic dimensions of life, while

personalism stresses the infinite

possibilities and limitless poten-

tialities of man's moral fibre and

intellectual excellence. The latter

constitutes an optimism of possi-

bility of learning and ultimate

control of the environment and

the fulfillment of one's immortal

self. This book is richly annotated

with Hebrew and English explan-

atory comments and draws upon

ancient and modern philosophic

and halakhic sources. While chief-

ly a scholarly work consisting of

highly creditable and original re-

search, it nevertheless is written

lucidly and movinglv recommend-

ing itself to the intelligent layman

as well.

so only on the way forward; and its symbol is the trumpet of

an eternal reveile."

Still another vital aspect of the Jewish New Year is the

emphasis it places upon freedom. Tradition narrates that

Joseph was freed from prison on Rosh Hashonah, that the yoke
of Egyptian slavery was officially lifted at this time of the

year although the exodus took place later. Also, Hebrew
slaves were formally freed on Rosh Hashonah, but were allowed
to remain till after Yom Kippur, when the Shofar was blown
as the signal for their departure. The High Holy Days admon-
ish us to free ourselves too from the baser elements lodged
within us. They charge us to liberate ourselves from the

evils of greed, envy, prejudice, hatred, dishonesty, and any be-

havior unbecoming to us as children of God.

This message is especially important today when ominous
clouds are threatening on the international scene and mankind
is still shackled by ideologies that enslave them to materialism

and dictatorial systems of government. Our country and
Russia are undergoing partial mobilization, the Berlin situa

tion is stirring, Cuba is menacing our back door, and brush
fires are erupting too frequently for comfort. Freedom's lesson

is exceedingly vital today. The leaders of the world must
recognize that technical aid and scientific progress alone do not

create the ideal state in which mankind can enjoy the bounti-

ful gifts of God.

May the blowing of the Shofar on Yom Kippur night, sig-

nalling the termination of the Days of Awe, likewise sound
redemption for each of us as we begin a year which shall be new
in every way. By recognizing our shortcomings and effecting

a change, will we all be able to answer the query, "Where art

thou?" loudly and resonantly. "Hineni. Here am I to do Thy
will, O Lord, to help remove the menace of war and tension,

of poverty and fear from the world, and to aid in the promotion
of security and happiness as the rightful possessions of man-
kind. May we be co workers with Thee in the fullfillment of

Thy hopes and aspirations of us Thy creations."

Mula Ben Haim and his wife,

Rivka Basman, who has achieved

distinction in her own right as an

Israeli poet, occupy a modest one-

room apartment in New York's

upper west side, which Mula jok-

ingly calls "an awfully big kib-

butz."

You think that its not easy to

live, work and entertain in one

room, and, almost as though he's

reading your mind, Mula says: "I

don't use models. And I can work

anytime often right through the

nights There's so much to be

done."

And "doing what had to be

done" is the way he writes off his

years as a refugee, soldier and "exo-

dus" man. Born in Lida, Poland in

1916, Mula received his early art

training at the Vilna Academy of

Fine Art. He was working as a set

designer for a Polish experimental

theatre in 1941 when the Russians

withdrew from Vilna. He escaped

to Russia, and when a Polish bri-

gade was organized by the Russian

army, Mula served as an artillery

officer.

They had

no place to go and their hopes

turned to Palestine. But the Brit-

ish mandate officially closed the

doors to these people.

One day, however, Mrs. Ben
Haim, noticing that Mula was ex-

ceedingly restless, picked some
flowers, arranged them in a vase

and suggested to Mula that he

paint them.

With over 5000 victims of Nazism

to be cared for, Jules worked a-

round the clock to make available

those basic needs which they had

lacked throughout the War.

In many instances, he was able to

reconcile the D. P.'s with relatives

in this country. The long, arduous,

nerve wracking hours took its phy-

sical toll and after one year, he re-

signed reluctantly to return home.

Following a period of rest, he

joined the Jewish Community
Council of Dayton, Ohio as Direc-

tor of Jewish Family Services and

Secretary of the Community Rela-

tions Division. A few months later,

he was one of several throughout

the nation selected to attend the

Training Bureau for Jewish Com-

munal Service in New York City

for post graduate training in the

administration of Jewish social

agencies. He received a certificate

after completing the 24 month

course.

He joined the staff of the Cin-

cinnati Jewish Welfare Fund in

1949.

It is a pleasure to hear music; it

is a greater pleasure to be able to

pour out one's whole soul in

music.

It is a crude form of pleasure to

fight and get justice; it is greater

pleasure and far more gratifying

to do justice.

To see a man at the height of

his righteous activity is as if one

saw the gleam of a divine life

pouring through the personality

of the man, as the electrical force

pours over a live wire.

It seems that the most exalted

and real form of activity is that of

good will. In its highest terms of

light and heart, it is called love.

Whoever attempts to get love,

fails breaking the universal law

of the circulation of life. It is just

the opposite with the giving or

expressing of good will. Whoever

lets his life go out into friendly

thoughts, words and deeds, does

not merely get love in return; he

does better, he finds constant life

and satisfaction in the outflow of

oood will.

On the basis of what was said

about individual happiness, let us

see if it does not also apply to

society at large.

What course is there for society

to follow that happiness may be

attained? The road to happiness

for the world at large is the same

as it is for the individual.

What is the happiest imagin-

able world, the kingdom of God,

which men have dreamed of for

thousands of years? We look the

wrong way if we think it is a

world crowded with well-fed pop-

ulations living in palaces, sailing

yachts, clothed in purple and silk.

These things at best are only em-

blems, the externals of happiness.

There might be plenty to eat for

everyone, and yet there might be

litttle sympathy or humanity.

There are already communities

where plenty exists among men of

the narrowest sympathies.

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federacy. Getting out of the army
was not too easy. DeLeon's letter

came to General Winfield Scott,

his old friend and commander of

the Mexican days. The General

refused to accept the resignation

of his surgeon, who now ranked

pretty high in the army medical

staff. Scott begged him to remain

and offered a post in the North

western frontier, too far away

for any fighting against his south-

ern comrades. The commander
threatened arrest, and DeLeon
virtually had to flee across the

new frontier.

In Richmond, President Davis

assigned to DeLeon the important

and difficult task of organizing

the medical department of the

Confederate Army. He served as

Surgeon General until superseded

by Dr. Samuel Preston Moore,

also of South Carolina, who had

outranked him in the U. S. Army.

DeLeon also served in the field.

in hospitals, in various capacities

until the war's end.

Former faith in the "stars and
stripes" evidently suffered an
eclipse. Perhaps war horrors

prompted his fears of a ruthless

subjugation of his bleeding Dixie

by the victorious Federals. To-

gether with such worthies as

Judah P. Benjamin, Robert Y.

Toombs, and a host of ex-Con-

federates, DeLeon left his birth-

land. He could hardly find hap-

piness in Mexico, so at the invi-

tation of General Ulysses S. Grant,

then the most influential of

Americans, he returned and settl-

ed in Albuquerque, New Mexico,

where he had property. He prac-

ticed medicine and displayed lit-

erary ability in his terse and vig-

orous writings for medical journ-

als. He never married and in

1872 died in his 59th year.

(love of Israel) before the Holy

One. This was a commandment,
and it is stated in the Torah.

"God has revealed to me that

this commandment should be car-

ried out even though the Temple
is no longer standing. Around the

Temple (I mean around the place

where the Temple stood), in the

houses beside the Wailing Wall,

near Zion Gate, and in every

corner, there must stand perpetual-

ly Cohens and Levites, who pray

day and night, without ceasing

for all Israel. Just as in the court-

yard of a king, where, as we know,

there are always watchmen stand-

ing on guard. What we have to

do, therefore is to buy or rent

houses and courtyards near the

Temple — that is, around the

mount where the House stood, and

in particular, beside the Wailing

Wall. Our Jewish brethern through-

out the world will help collect

the money necessary for this.

And believe me, Your Excellency,

if God inspires you to understand

this great commandment, you will

feel as though you are floating on
air, so great will be your happi-

ness. For if we can do this, this

will be the seed from which will

grow the redemption of all Bnei

Israel.

"Your Excellency should know
that I have a sign. In the Holy
Zohar your name is revealed as

the one who is to carry out this

commandment. God forbid that I

should lie. I cannot explain such

things in a letter."

This letter is in the archives of

Jews' College, London. There is

no record that Sir Moses Monte-

fiore ever answered it. But

Moishe Gelbstein did not sit idly

waiting until the money should

come from abroad. He went on

doing his part. With donations

from among the residents of Jeru-

salem, most of them as impecuni-

ous as himself, he used to buy

oil. Every Friday, before the Sab-

bath, he would go around to the

holy places in the vicinity, and,

according to the amount of oil

he had been able to buy, he

would fill and light the little

lamps which devout people had
left there.

One Friday afternoon in 1881,

Yloishe Gelbstein was making the

rounds of the holy places together

with two cronies. There was very

little oil in his jug when he came
to the cave tomb known as Ohel

Shimon Ha Zadick — the tent of

Simon the Righteous, which is

not far from Sanhedria. Even if he

tilled only some of the lamps, he

was satisfied, for God expects no
man to do more than his best.

And then came the miracle.

Gelbstein filled one lamp, then

another and another. His friends

knew that there was only a little

oil in the jug. But they saw that

he poured and poured, and still

there was oil for more. The three

of them understood immediately

that this was a miracle they were

witnessing. They did not lose

their presence of mind. They just

watched. None of them said any-

thing. It is forbidden to say a

word when you witness a miracle,

for the spell will break. So they

watched in silence.

As soon as all the lamps were

filled, the oil stopped. The three

men went straight to the Beth

Din, where Hillel Moishe Meshil

Gelbstein reported on the miracle

that hed happened to him, and his

friends Nachum Ben Haim, and

Yeshuah Ben Yacov gave evidence

that they had witnessed it, and

the miracle had indeed been very

great. The account of the miracle

and its witnesses is in Mishkanot

le Abir Yaacov, an unknown little

book on the Cabbala published

in Jerusalem in the last century.

There is no other reference to the

episode, for in Israel miracles

have always been commonplace.

I have to thank my friend

Shoshannah Halevy for permission

to use this story, which appears

in English now for the first time.

It is only one of the rare, un-

known episodes of the early days

of modern Zion which she writes

about in her book dealing with

the history of publishing in Jeru-

salem from its beginning in 1841

until 1900. Her book, a unique

piece of research on which she

has spent many years, is being

published by the Ben Zvi Institute

of the Hebrew University Li-

brary, and will appear in Hebrew
some time this vear.

An appeal to the Soviet Union

York House is fully occupied for single occupancy and $110 for

and has a waiting list of persons,

who can meet the monthly rent-

als. But officials of York House,

which is operated under the over-

all control and administration ol

the Jewish Home for the Aged,

have already made plans to help

future tenants who might not be

able to pay more than a part or

none of the rental charges. Ar-

rangement for defict financing for

such situations are being planned

through the Philadelphia Federa-

tion of Jewish Agencies.

Two more such projects are

underway in San Francisco and

New York City. A residence is

planned in San Francisco to serve

20 persons 60 years old and over.

This residence will supplement a

residence club set up by the Jew-

ish family service agency with the

help of the Jewish Federation and

the San Francisco Jewish Home
for the Aged. The planners have

set a tentative monthly rental of

$120, to be paid either by resi-

dents or their families. The family

service agency is considering pos-

sible plans to supplement the ren-

tal if necessary.

Some of the financing for the

San Francisco project is being

provided by United Help, Inc., a

national agency seeking to provide

communal aid to victims of Nazi

persecution living in the United

States. United Help Inc. also is

planning the New York City pro-

ject, an apartment house to be

built with the help of a long-

term loan from a special New
York State program to finance

housing for the elderly.

The units in the New York City

project will rent for $80 monthh

double. The rental will not in-

clude meals. Each apartment will

have kitchen facilities. A group
dining room will provide meals

lor those unable or unwilling to

prepare their own. The project

will be next to a day center ope-

rated by a Jewish community
group work agency for both resi-

dents and their neighbors.

One of the major sources of

public financing of housing for

the elderly mentioned previously

is a federal program for the de-

velopment of publicly financed

and operated housing for low in-

come groups in which increasing

attention is being given to the

special needs of the elderly. The
Federal Public Housing Admini-

stration has helped municipalities

to build a total of 466,000 units

of such low-cost, publicly-owned

rental housing as of 1959. Un-

fortunately, the total is not

enough to meet the needs of the

semi-independent elderly persons.

Moreover, in many cases, they are

not located near facilities needed

by Jews, such as Jewish centers

and synagogues.

The other source is non-profit

housing provded under the 1956

Federal Housing Act which pro-

vides federal insurance for loans

to non-profit sponsors on a 40-year

basis. The act was designed to

help church, fraternal, communi-

ty and other voluntary groups to

finance construction of housing

for older persons. No recent fig-

ures are available how widely

Jewish groups have used such fed-

eral insurance to create such

housing.

His older brother, Edwin De-

Leon, began to practice law in

1840 at Columbia, S. C, but soon

drifted into journalism. Quite

naturally he imbibed the Southern

attitude to slavery. His articulate

editorials advocating that strange

anachronism £01 19th century

America attracted attention. He
was invited to Washington to edit

a newspaper that would present

the Southern side. The paper was

not successful rho financed by

slavery sympathisers. Editorials

and speeches advocating Franklin

Pierce for president brought De-

Leon the diplomatic post of Con-

sul General for Egypt.

Edwin DeLeon enhanced the

prestige of the U. S. in the Near

East and the State Department

registered its approval by extend-

ing DeLeon's term for an addi-

tional four years. Still compara-

tively young, his prospects in

diplomacy appeared particularly

bright when South Carolina seced-

ed from the Union. Resigning im-

mediately, he encountered the

dangers and adventures of

blockade running and offered his

services to the President of the

Confederacy. DeLeon had been

friends with Jefferson Davis dur-

ing his Washington residence

while editing the Southern Press.

The President appointed DeLeon

his personal representative in Eu-

rope and special advisor, a post

far more important than a com-

mission in the army.

The mission of DeLeon consist-

ed of public relations and propa-
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ganda with the overall objective

of getting France and Britain to

recognize the Confederacy as a

belligerent. It was a tough assign-

ment. Mason and Slidell, the ac-

credited envoys of the South,

could not get the English Premier

nor the French Emperor to re-

ceive them officially; tho these

statesmen secretly hoped for the

division of the Pederal Union. But

the plain people simply would

not support a state that fought

to preserve human slavery. De-

Leon succeeded in conferring per-

sonally with Palmerston and Na-

poleon III, but got nowhere. Dis-

couraged, he wrote a confidential

letter revealing apprehension and

small faith in the statesmanship of

Secretary of State, Judah P. Benja-

min, or his diplomats in Europe.

These dispatches were intercept-

ed and published in the New
York press. The President was un

able to save the scalp of his con-

fidential agent.

This diplomatic assignment cost

DeLeon his life savings. After the

war, he wrote for leading maga-

zines. Experiences in Egypt were

recorded in several well written

novels. DeLeon married a ( harm-

ing Irish girl. Her influence

brought him into the Catholic

Church. She died six days after

him. Both lay buried side by side

in New York's Calvary Cemetery.

Yet no memorial stone has evei

been erected to mark their

graves.

Member Federal Reserve System and y

Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation \

years. These examples are not uni-

que.

But while these Jewish families

are proud of the respect in which

they are held by their non- Jewish

neighbors and serve willingly as

envoys for the Jews to those neigh-

bors, few of them are equipped for

this diplomatic function and even

fewer are equipped to make up
for their children the total absence

of formal institutions for Jewish

education. Rabbi Eiseman reports

that in virtually every Jewish fam-

ily he found and visited, there was

a desire for a better Jewish educa-

tion than the children were get-

ting.

And that was how the Torah

Academy Correspondence Course

in Judaism began — originally

with some 20 children. Initially,

the Torah Academy undertook

the task of sending regular lessons

each month to the 20 children.

Over the years, as the program

spread, it became a family affair.

The monthly lesson includes a

letter from Rabbi Eiseman, a de-

scription of the laws pertaining to

the month, and a discussion of a

particular group of command-

ments, such as the meaning of the

Mezzuzah. There is also a story

with a Jewish point, a coloring

sheet for the children dealing with

a Jewish topic and holiday recipes

for the mothers. On appropriate

occasions, the package will in-

clude Hanukah decorations, a

gragger for Purim and similar ob-

jects.

Material for Friday night use

was included when the course

developed from a package for the

children to a package for the

family. In recent years, the

Academy has been making a small

charge for some of the materials

but unhappily the course falls far

short of what Rabbi Eiseman

would like it to be simply because

the Torah Academy, like most

Jewish day schools, manages to

cover its budget only after a severe

struggle and there isn't much left

over for other programs, no matter

how worthy.

Families in 40 cities are now re-

ceiving this monthly program,

with more than 120 children

studying the material. Word of

the program has been spread by

word of mouth to the Jewish fam-

ilies strung out on the prairie

plains of the five states and in

this fashion the number of fam-

ilies studying by mail has grown

through the half decade. Rabbi

Eiseman maintains touch with

these isolated families by visiting

them when he can and by frequent

mail exchanges.

He rarely returns from one of

his trips without an unusual ex-

perience to record. There was, for

instance, a visit to a community

in North Dakota with a total

Jewish population of three fami-

les, one inter-married. Invited by

one of the families to lunch, he

explained he had chicken and

other kosher foods in an ice box

in his car trunk. His hosts were

flabbergasted at the discovery that

there were still Jews in the world

that kept kosher.

Rabbi Eiseman spent a pleasant

hour with the parents and their

two sons, aged nine and twelve.

The boys invited him to the base-

ment to play pingpong. The rabbi

suddenly realized that the young

er son was absent. A few minutes

later, the boy returned with a

group of neighborhood children

of his own age. Leading them

down the stairs, he pointed to

Rabbi Eiseman and satid: "We

have priests, too. This is my

priest." It was his first contact

with a rabbi.

In many cases, parents are in-

duced to send their children to

Jewish summer camps in the Min-

neapolis area. Apart from the link

with Torah Academy, such camps

are the only tie such Jewish fami-

lies have with the Jewish communi-

ty. Otherwise the children go to

the local Young Men's Christian

Association camp. In a few cases,

families have sent their children

to Torah Academy during June

and July, boarding with teachers.

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New Lifeline To An Ancient Community
Concluded From Page 33

have been buried in two mounds,

which are still to be seen in that

village. There were only fourteen

survivors, seven men and seven

women, and it is from them that

the present community descends.''

In spite of having lost every-

thing, including their holy books,

"they held fast to their ancient

beliefs, which they handed down
from father to son" writes the his-

torian. They pray in Hebrew, but

most of them speak the local

Marathi tongue.

The Bene Israel were accepted

into the kaleidoscopic diversity of

races and creeds that constitute

India's teeming population, shar-

ing the vicissitudes of the people

about them. No particular anta-

gonism or discrimination has been
visited upon them and they look

and dress like other Indians.

Nevertheless, with the advent of

Israel some 6000 felt drawn to re-

settle there.

Like their fellow Indians, the

Jews have large families. Eight

children to a family is common.
Housing is primitive by any stand-

ard. Unemployment and poverty

are rife.

For a long time the Bene Israel

were agriculturists and they also

practiced the trade of "Shanwar
Telis," literally Saturday Oil Pres-

sers, so called because they did not

perform their jobs on the Sabbath.

Now, with the vast majority urban-

ized all this has changed. The
most common occupaton today is

working as a clerk in an office, an

extremely poorly paid position, re-

quiring little skill beyond literacy

and offering little if any future.

There is tradition, oddly en-

ough, of soldiering and there are

a number of Bene Israel who are

high ranking officers of India's

armed forces. Teaching is tradi-

tional among the women. There

are Bene Israel actors, judges, en

gineers and doctors. But they are

the few.

The Bene Israel were once

known for their artisanship in cab-

inet making, but this craft is fast

disappearing. Most are doomed to

extremely low wages as "quill

pushers," simple clerks. This is

the common progression of the

Bene Israel today.

While white collar fields are

desperately overcrowded and un-

derpaid, the situation in industry

is quite different. Indian indus-

try is beginning to develop under

impetus of the various national

plans. Skills are in short supply

and a qualified mechanic can earn

good pay.

Conditions are ripe therefore

for introduction of an ORT voc-

ational program. There is on the

one hand a Jewish youth in Bom-

bay whose present economic out-

look leads to a dead end in office

work. On the other hand, is the

new, technological sector which is

steadily advancing, offering fresh

opportunities to those with ade-

quate training.

Beyond immediate effects is a

perhaps more enduring historic

significance in these new efforts,

which will create possibilities for

interaction and communication

with a far distant community on

an entirely new scale.

For the first time in its history

South African Jewry is to have

spiritual leaders of its own ordina-

tion. This occurred when the Min-
isters Training College, established

five years ago in Johannesburg, or-

dained two rabbis, in its first gradu-

ating class.

1654, there were Jews living in In 1969, a separate branch of

the Inquisition in Spain, made
famous by Torquemada, was de-

creed for Mexico and it began to

function in 1571. The years be-

tween 1574 and 1788 were brutal

and bloody for the Jews of this

country. The processos (trials) of

the Holy Office were reported in

the greatest detail and these rec-

ords have been preserved and con-

stitute one of our principal

sources of information. They in-

dicate the terror in which secret

Judaizers lived and they do not

spare any details of the torture

that was administered to those ap-

prehended. A woman who was

pregnant in her six month was im-

prisoned and 4 quarts of water

were forcibly poured down her

throat each day and even her

shrieks and imprecations were

faithfully recorded. Each small

suspicion of heresy was noted and

accumulated evidence of minor

suspicions often resulted in burn-

ing at the stake. One of the im-

portant contributory factors in

the conviction of Hernando Alon-

so was the testimony by one per-

son that he witnessed Alonso wip-

ing the baptisimal water off the

head of his new born son after he

brought him home from Church.

One of the more famous con-

versos was Don Luis de Carvajal

de la Cuecas, known as a con-

quistidor as was Corte. Under a

royal grant, he conquered the area

which was called Nueve Reino de

Leon and was its governor. His

territory comprised over 100,000

square miles and ran from what

is now Tampico, Mexico to San

Mexico.

In 1521, the year of the con-

quest of Mexico by Cortes, there

was in his company, one Hernan-

do Alonso, a Jew. Alonso was a

soldier and a shipwright. He was

rewarded with an encomienda (a

tract of land) on which he began
to raise cattle. He rapidly climb-

ed to a position of importance and
power in Mexico City. Added
tragic significance was given to his

historical role in the New World
when he acquired the distinction

of being the first to be burned
at the stake in 1528 in the same
city. He was condemned for here-

sy, practising Jewish rites, by an

episcopal inquisiiton. Another

person, reputed to be Alonso's

brother, shared the same fate on

the same day for the same reason.

They had been conversos and the

Church held that once a Catholic

always a Catholic. Conversos who
reverted secretly to practising

Judaism were known as Marranos.

They did not acquire equal rights

with other Catholics until 4 or 5

generations had passed.

Between 1521 and 1537, many
Marranos came illegally to Mexico

to escape the Inquisition (El Tri

bunal del Santo Officio) which

was a separate body and had

broader powers than the ordinary

bishop who operated under his

episcopal powers. When know-

ledge of the fact that the number
of conversos in the New World
was great came to the attention of

Pope Paul III, he issued a Bill

barring them from going to the

Indies. In 1543, Prince Philip or-

dered the expulsion of all con-

versos and their descendants

(heresy did not have to exist)

from the New World. However

through ship's captains and with

more or less organized help, they

continued to enter illegally — as

did other Jews into Palestine al-

most 400 years later.

(Texas is not

aware of the distinction that it

has of having a Jew as governor

in 1585, which was 22 years be-

fore the first settlement in the

U.S. was established at James-

town, Va.)

Having no children Don Luis'

nephew, Don Luis, el mozo (the

younger) was his heir apparent.

The younger was a Jewish mystic

and became the first Jewish writ-

er and poet on the North Ameri-

can continent. He preferred Jud-

aism to riches and fame and he

together with all his family were

ultimately burned at the stake in

person or effigy. Even death while

in prison, did not spare the corpse

from the stake. Don Luis, el viejo

(the older), was convicted for not

informing on the rest of his family

and though spared from the stake

because he made a humiliating

public recanting; he died shortly

thereafter while languishing in

jail.

From the middle of the 18th

to the middle of the 19th cen-

turies, little is known about the

Jews who lived in Mexico. How-
ever with the coming of Maximil-

ian and Carlotta and especially

during the reign of Porfirio Diaz,

Jews began to appear publicly on

the scene again.

In February of 1889, there sud-

denly appeared in Mexico City a

new publication called "El Saba-

do Secreto" (The Secret Sabbath)

published by Professor Francisco

Rivas Puigcerver, teacher of Greek

and other classical languages (he

knew Hebrew very well) at the

Escuela Nacional Preparatoria

founded by President Juarez in

1867 as one of his first steps to

establish free secular education.

The mast-head of the periodical

stated that it was dedicated to the

"Sephardim of America." Prof.

Rivas used many Hebrew words

and devised a unique method to

mimic letters that have no equiv-

alent in the Roman alphabet.

As far as is known, this was the

first 'Jewish' periodical in Mexico

and it served to awaken a dorm-

ant Jewish consciousness. This

probably marked the beginning of

the development of an organized

community which was realized

several years later. Services in the

interim period were held quietly

and unostentatiously in private

homes.

In 1905, the first community rec-

ognized synagogue was formed

which conducted public services

and announced their existence in

the public press. From these be-

ginnings grew the philanthropic

efforts and the purposeful respon-

sibilities of the Jewish communi-

ty. The greatest surge in develop-

ment began with the creation of

the first Jewish school, Colegio

Israelita, in 1924.

For the past 20 years, another

group of Mexicans has attracted

the attention of many visitors

from the United States and has

produced many articles in Anglo

Jewish publications. These Mexi-

cans have come to be known as

'Indian Jews.' More accurately,

they are mestizos (of mixed In-

dian and European ancestry)

rather than pure Indians. Their

somewhat darker skins and com-

parative poor living conditions

together with their general igno-

rance of Judaism, except the most

basic fundamentals, seems to have

created a romantic and exotic

aura capitalized on by well-mean-

ing but often misguided journal-

ists, writers and indulgent visitors.

As with so many other aspects

of Mexican life, the history of

Mexican Jewry is fascinating and

still filled with blanks, questions

and mysterious events. It is also

filled with the great inspiration

of our people everywhere, — the

determination to preserve their

faith, though death may be the

price.

Magnes, however, was a rabbi, should be genuinely and unequi-
ordained at Hebrew Union Col-

lege, and had a different priority.

Not long before, he had resigned

from the pulpit of Temple
Emanu-El, and now felt the need
to resolve the conflict of religious

ideas. He, therefore, wrote to

Weizmann: "For me, the chief im-

portance and attraction of such a

school, as of the University in

general, would be, that the hu-

manities would be taught by Jews,

primarily on the basis of Jewish

documents and of Jewish life. This

does, to be sure, bring up the

whole question of Judaism and
the Jewish religion. But I think

Palestine is the place where these

questions must be fought out."

Thus we find the correspond-

ence going back and forth be-

tween men who combined, to an

unusual degree, the qualities of

visionaries and men of affairs.

Plans were being laid for Weiz-

mann to visit America, when the

outbreak ot the First World War
put the whole project into abey-

ance. In 1922, Friedlaender was

murdered in the Ukraine, while

on an errand of mercy for the

Joint Distribution Committee.

Magnes, however, became the

first president of the University

in 1925, and Harry Friedenwald

enriched it with his benefactions.

The Friedenwald papers in the

files of the American Jewish

Archives constitute only a small

part of the Archives' collection of

material relating to American

Zionists. Professor Jacob R. Marc-

us, Director of the Archives, in-

vites inquiries about the Archives'

holdings in this and other areas

of American Jewish interest.

Months or years later, when the

job is finished and the compli-

cated array of glass no longer used,

Rosenbaum is again called in this

time to dismantle the pieces, cut-

ting through the glass with his

blowtorch. They are then cleaned

by the department concerned and
put away into storage, to be used

again later or amended to suit

another experiment.

Virtue Out of Necessity

Strangely enough, the Technion
has benefitted greatly because of

the cramped quarters in which
the chemistry department has

worked till now. Most large equip-

ment set-ups straggle along entire

walls. When space is at a prem-
ium, however, the individual items

have to be cut down in size. This

miniaturization, while presenting

a serious challenge to people like

Rosenbaum, has led to greater ef-

ficiency in many cases, as the fin-

ished product is far more compact
than its old prototype, with a

consequent smaller loss in heat or

vacuum.

The work of the glassblowing

shoo is complicated and made far

more tiring because of the type of

gas available for the blow torches.

While glassblowers abroad prefer

to use lighting gas, which burns

cleaner, quicker and more quietly,

Israeli glass blowers have to make
do with the bottled propane cook-

ing gas available to housewives.

While giving 2,500 degrees centi-

grade, more than sufficient to

work pyrex glass, it still is less ef-

ficient than lighting gas and is

noisy in use — so much that it is

at times difficult to make conver-

sation in the shop while the three

craftsmen are busy at their bench-

es.

success already visible, toward the

completion of which the democrat-

ic theory of the nation is the high-

est endeavor. The happy or per-

fect society in all its various pat-

terns, both actual and ideal, is

shown to be that in which its

people are learning to live togeth-

er with the utmost and heartiest

expression of the life of good will

to each and all. This ideal covers

health, power, art, skill, intelli-

gence and humanity. The happy
people do not live merely to get,

but they live to utter and to ac-

complish their visions of social

well-being. To feel the circulation

of the common life, to sympathize

in common endeavors, to bear a

hand in the realization of grand
common ends, is happiness.

The well-paid salesman and the

merchant in his gilded office,

think that they are only buying
and selling for themselves. Men
are poor in happiness when they

work, however successfully, with-

out any good will. Man will do
the same work with a new heart,

yes, and a new conscience, when
to his skill and intelligence he

adds, in every office and shop,

the power of his humanity. The
rigorous, beneficent law of the

world is that a man can never be

happy while he only seeks to be

rich. His happiness lies in his good

will to make the whole world

rich.

The end and aim of all social

endeavor is at last the welfare of

the individual; for there can be no

social happiness apart from the

happiness of all the individuals

who make up human society. On
the other hand, the law of the

world is that no individual can

ever attain his growth as a man,

enjoy true happiness, or even

exercise thorough righteousness,

and be in ethical good health,

whose highest joy is not found to

be in good will. In short, in order

to have life, you must share and

give life. This is the welfare at

once of each one and of all.

It may be objected that all this

is too much like a dream for an

age in which armed camps, big

guns and battleships are the dis-

tinguished marks of its civiliza-

tion. But it is no mere dream that

society is still evolving into dif-

ferent and better conditions. This

is the actual trend of a secular

movement to be traced through

hundreds of years. It is already a

familiar thought that mankind,

while maintaining the trappings

and traditions of warfare, has sub-

stantially passed from a military

period into a vast and growing

industrial organization of the

world. The average expectations

of men are concerned with indus

try and commerce and not, with

war. The economic necessities of

mankind are drawing all nations

into closer ties, and with fuller in-

ternational acquaintance, tend to

make war intolerable. Democrcay

is essentially a co-operation of

mankind in their efforts after hap-

piness and welfare. The keynote

of democracy is good will. Indus-

try and commerce are as surely

bound to be organized with refer-

ence to the welfare of all who
work together as political institu

Please Turn To Page 118

Miami, Florida
Concluded From Page 114

tions Court.

It is equallv easy and natural to be

a railroad engineer, or a factory

worker, or a miner, or a telegraph

operator when all one's fellows are

so engaged. It is easy for merely

industrial workers to measure all

values in the terms of dollars. It

will be equally easy and natural

in a period of more mature and

developed humanity to think of

social and human values and to

govern the conduct of really demo-

cratic politics and industry by the

law of good will. Good Will is the

secret for individual happiness and

the secret is the same for groups

and nations.

May the days of the New Year

find each of us, all of us, including

the nations of the world, working

for the promotion of unity, secur-

ity and peace. The return for this

effort will then, by the nature of

things, result in the achievement

of man's highest aim — Happiness.

The Road To Human Happiness
By Rabbi Abraham Herson

House of Peace Synagogue, Columbia, South Carolina

Amidst a great international crisis which threatens much
suffering to humanity, the Jewish people emerge steadfast in

its faith, commemorating the Festival of Simchas Torah.

This observance is significant of the great ideals of Judaism
which the world has failed to grasp. Had the nations of the
world understood the Torah, the present chaotic conditions
would never have come to be.

What is the nature of the Jewish people's jubilation on
Simchas Torah? It is not the joy of materialistic gain, neither
is it an expression of scientific accomplishment. Most certainly

it is not in recognition of having orbited a man into outer space
to circle the globe. The only comparison to this may be the
demonstration of our joy over the Torah by making seven
circuits around the Synagogue while chanting inspirational

hymns. Our feet are on "terra firma" and our spirits rejoice in

the knowledge that God is our Supreme Soverign Judge, and
only through His mercy can true happiness be obtained. Our
joy is the total spiritual expression of a profound faith in both
the "Olam Ha-zeh" and in the "Olam Ha-Boah". in this world
and in the world to come.

We firmly believe that the teachings of the Lord are per-

fect, restoring the soul. We firmly believe that the testimony of

the Lord is sure, making wise the simple. We firmly believe

that the precepts of the Lord are right, rejoicing the heart. We
firmly believe that the commandment of the Lord is pure,
enlightening the eyes.

Without faith in God and in His Law, one can never
know the inner joy that comes with the knowledge of Torah.
Moses knew that joy when he came down from Sinai, and his

countenance was wrapped in a heavenly light. Ezra knew of its

joy when he gave the Torah to those returned from exile. The
Vilna Gaon was overwhelmed with the depth of the Torah.
However, not only the renowned knew its joy. Even ordinary
folk who could only recite the "Shir haShirim", and the

"T'hilim Yid", were so imbued with their faith that they
possessed spiritual radiance.

The spirit of Torah was transmitted from generation to

generation until it became a part of the Jewish soul and spirit.

The "Yeshivah Bochur" chanted the "nigun" when studying
the Talmud; the mother when "benchen licht"; the father

when chanting the "Shalom Aleichem" upon returning from
the Synagogue. This is part of the spirit of Simchas Torah.

Simchas Torah is the answer to human happiness. It is on
this Yom Tov that we exclaim: "And it shall be said on that

day, 'Lo, this is our God. We have waited for Him and He
will save us. This is the Lord. We have waited for Him. We
will be glad to rejoice in His salvation' ".

We speak of "that day", the long dreamed of day when
the Torah will become the corner stone for world peace. The
day when God's Kingdom will be recognized as the only ever-

lasting Kingdom, and that His Dominion will endure through-

out all generations.

We are grateful for this faith. We rejoice with the King-

dom of God, and rededicate ourselves and our generation to

the enduring world of peace and human happiness.

Simchas Torah is our road to happiness.

Success And Failure

In this season of the High Holy Days the thought keeps

recurring in my mind that failures can be converted into suc-

cesses. When we are left to our own resources we experiment

and try to cope with our problems and situations. Oftimes we
fail. In newspapers and periodicals, President Kennedy's World
Box Score, a supposed interim analysis of the Chief Executive's

stewardship in office to date, reveals both successes and failures.

We must not think of our experiences or adversities as

failures. From every reversal or misfortune, from every en-

counter or loss we should profit.

In failures we at least have learned a way that won't work.

The responsibility devolving on the so-called "failure" is the

everpresent challenge to improve his status. He must continual-

ly ask himself, "What am I going to do to counteract the failure

or failures I have experienced?" De we continue to brood over

the disastrous results of the past, or do Ave persist and strive to

find a way that will work?

I recently read where some scientists, perturbed by the

incomptence of their fellows laboratory researchers, posted the

following sign: "Are you helping with the solution, or are you

part of the problem?" Where are we as human beings in this

struggle? Are we as Jews part of the problem or the solution?

The worst possible consequence of failure is pessimism

bordering on defeatism. Nietzsche, the German philosopher,

once opined that there are few pains as painful as that of an

exceptional man who has missed his mark or calling and then

disintegrated from an inward corrosiveness. Jewish and non-

Jewish history is replete with examples of men and women, in

all walks of life, who have failed and have never given up;

people who persevered through "thick and thin," and who
tried again and again until they were triumphant.

"Failure is a success" is a theme we should contemplate.

For those who would not say die or give up, their

achievements have brought lasting benefits to mankind. In

Hebrew we say, "Mitoch Lav Ato Shomeya Hen." From a

negative we should derive a positive. Let us convert every

liability into an asset.

On the other hand, the converse is also true. Untold bene-
fits to mankind have been lost or have never been realized by
those guilty of what the Talmud calls "Yeush Medaat," know-
ing despair.

In our lifetime many of us have to be good listening posts
for those who have problems, be they single or multiple in
character. Certain problems escape us or are beyond our ken
of knowledge or competence. We should honestly admit our
deficiencies and inadequacies without becoming discouraged
or lacking in confidence because we subscribe to truth, ethics,

morality and God.

The following factual documentary account of a failure

should, give all of us hope and courage as we face a new year
in the Jewish calendar. This man's brief biography reads, as

follows:

Failed in Business, '32; Defeated for Legislature, '32;

Again failed in Business, '33; Elected to Legislature, '34; De-
feated for Speaker, '38; Defeated for Elctor, '40; Defeated for

Congress, '46; Defeated for Congress, '48; Defeated for Senate,
'55: Defated for Vice-President, '56; and Defeated for Senate.
',58.

The above dismal and disappointing record would have
caused any man to despair of his faith, his ideals and his own
success. Fortunately for the history of America and the world,
the man whose record sequence of defeats I have described
above lost none of his beliefs and idealism. He never gave up,
but tried again. To this day a beholden country and world
appreciatively and reverentially pay tribute to his memory.
This person was none other than Abraham Lincoln, who. in

1 860 was elected to the Presidency of the United States, after a

succession of failures and setbacks.

Making Wildacres Institute

Even Better
Few achievements attain perfection. No matter how good

a thing is, it can generally be improved.

It was this thought that prompted a meeting at Wildacres
a day before the 14th Annual B'nai B'rith Institute of Judaism
adjourned on July 27th.

At this meeting a small group that has been identified
with the Institute over a period of years exchanged ideas that
were calculated to make future Institutes even more success-

ful. >m
: /

,

•*

When our opinion was invited, as one of the founders of
the Institute and in attendance at all of the Wildacres In-

stitutes, (one of two such, the other being Sol Levin, of Bur-
lington, N. C.) we made the following suggestions.

At the outset of the Wildacres Institutes, programs were
built around a central theme, and the faculty was chosen on
the basis of its ability to contribute to that theme. In this way
the minds of the students were able to concentrate on one idea.

In the last few years this was changed. The faculty was chosen
and the lectures became individual view-points on subjects dear
to the hearts of the faculty members. As a result we have had
three more or less unrelated topics.

We are in no way reflecting on the mental capacity of the

Institute students, but we believe that this has resulted in what
we might call, for want of a better designation, mental in-

digestion. We believe that the central theme method should
be restored.

It seems to us that prior Institutes allowed more time for

questions and discussion. There are many who attend these In-

stitutes who have real problems in the solution of which they
would like help. If they can get this help in the form of an
answer to a question by an eminent authority, the Institute has
been a success for them. We believe that more time for ques-
tions should be arranged, even though it curtailed slightly the
time of the presentation. To our way of thinking, most ideas

can be made to register in an hour's time. Frequently several

minutes of many presentations have been used for introductory
remarks — often factious comments, which while not in

themselves objectionable, nevertheless take time. We be-
lieve that in the morning session, which generally take three
and a half hours, two hours would suffice, for the presentations,
allowing one and a half hours for the question periods.

Many of those who attend the Institutes have ideas of

their own which they would like the opportunity to project.

One notices this during the question periods when many sup-

posed questions are really not questions at all, but statements
of beliefs. Up until a few years ago, programs allowed time for

panel discussions, in which the student body participated. This
gave the opportunity for individual student expression, now
lacking. We suggest the return of this program feature.

A year's elapse between Institutes is a long time in which
to keep enthusiasm up. We therefore suggest that wherever
possible, students carry back to their communities the idea of

the Institutes, and attempt to stage two or three similar pro-

grams during the year, on a modified scale. This would result

not only in keeping the Institute idea firmly in the minds of

those who have been attending but also present the opportunity

to interest new people — always a must in endeavors of this

type.

None of the above is to be regarded in any way as a reflec-

tion on past Institutes. As was said at the outset, few perform-

ances are ever ideal and what is good can generally be made
better. It is in this spirit that we have spoken.

"Can we, as Americans of Jew-

ish faith, afford to ignore declara-

tions so hostile to the belief that

our exclusive NATIONAL identi-

fication is with the United States?

"Shall we stand by without a

murmur, while we are branded as

Strangers' in America?

"How will you meet this chal-

lenge? As never before the issue

is clear-cut."

And I reply: Dear Mr. Sussman:

Please, let's not make a lot of fuss

about this. I myself haven't felt

disturbed on account of what Ben-

Gurion lately has been saying

about our national identity as

Jews. I remain deeply American

and I'm sure our grandchildren

will grow up to ripe old age as

men and women who have re-

"maned worthy citizens of the U.S.

and who know Judaism as a way

of good life in America.

Whenever I speak to them

about being a Jew, I keep on tell-

ing 'em that to be a Jew is to be

a good person and, between you
and me, Mr. Sussman, that's the

main end of being Jewish here

... to be a worthy citizen, that is.

I get around a lot among people

who are not Jewish, and not one

of them has tossed at my American

citizenship anything that Ben-

Gurion lately has said toward sug-

gesting that the genuine citizen-

ship of a Jew has to do with being

of Israel. Among non-Jewish

friends I remain respected as fel-

low-American. So I'm not afraid

of what Mr. BenGurion has been

quoted as saying in all the U. S.

papers.

I'm not following him, nor are

any of my American Jewish

friends going along toward Jewish

citizenship in Israel. I'm not at all

afraid of him and I wish those

Jews who live in Israel also will

try hard to keep on being Jewish

in the higher sense of worthy man-

hood.

Yes, that's what being a Jew is

all about . . . whether a Jew is

of the U.S., or of England, of

Israel, of France, of Germany, of

Russia, or of the Congo. I myself

have no other idea of what it

means to be a Jew . . . such as

any idea that one must be of

Israel to be truly Jewish.

Chanukah Means Dedication
Guest Editorial by Herbert Silberman, Rabbi

Some time ago I read a speech given by a girl on the oc-

casion of her becoming confirmed. Her theme was "The Jew-
ish Holidays" and in her talk she proceeded to list them: Rosh
Hashonah, Yom Kippur, Passover and Chanukah. Entirely

missing were the Sabbath, Sukhos and Shevuos. Now why is it

that Chanukah which is only a minor festival enjoys equal

recognition with the High Holy Days and Passover while the

Sabbath, Sukhos and Shevuos which are major holidays are

totally ignored? It certainly does not stand to reason that

Biblically ordained holidays should be overlooked while a

rabbinically decreed holiday be elevated to the level of a major
festival.

And yet, it isn't too difficult to understand. Chanukah
occurs at that time of the year when the non-Jewish majority

is observing its most significant holy day. Wherever one turns

he is confronted with Christmas symbols. Brightly lighted

Main Street, beautifully decorated store windows, the radio

with its Christmas carols and songs, TV and its Christmas

stories, the Christmas play at school, the emphasis on gift

giving - all these cannot fail but to assert their influence upon
the individual. And so, since Christmas is so widely publicized

and advertised and since Jewish people do not observe Christ-

mas a substitute Jewish holiday is inserted to water-down and
temper the influence of the Christian holiday. Thus, in effect,

Chunakah takes the form of an antidote for Christmas. And to

test this hypothesis it would be well for each of us to let his

imagination run away from him for a moment and attempt to

evaluate the significance of Chanukah were it to occur not in

December but in July or February. What prestige and im-
portance would it then enjoy? Why should it not suffer the

same fate of the forgotten holidays of Sukhos and Shevuos?
Also, as a further indication of the great influence of Christmas
upon the Feast of Lights can we overlook the emphasis that is

placed upon Chanukah gift wrapping paper, Chanukah tinsel,

Chanukah decorations, Chanukah bulbs and even in some in-

stances Chanukah bushes? Undoubtedly, if Chanukah would
not be celebrated in the same season as Christmas there would
be little similarity between the holidays.

Now such an over-emphasis is not religiously sound. For
we cannot permit ourselves to find religious comfort and
satisfaction in the knowledge that we can always come up with
something—a holiday, symbol or ritual—to counteract the par-
ticular event that another faith may possess. Judaism is not a
religion competing against the religions of the world. We can-
not compare it to a business venture in which one seeks to

"push" his product and point out its good selling points. For
religion is not a matter of attack and counter-attack, action and
re-action, balance and counter-balance. Judaism is a unique
faith which differs from other faiths and its very beauty lies

in this difference, in its incomparable concepts of God, man,

the universe, etc. and other fundamental concepts. The truth

of Judaism is not found in how much it resembles other re-

ligions but in its distinctiveness and selectivity. And because

it is distinct and separate from neighboring religions it is not

for us to dilute it with ingredients that are foreign to it. Juda-
ism is referred to as the "Mother" religion, and that is precisely

what it is. From it did there issue forth the two other major
religions. Therefore, it is not for us to copy, ape or imitate

simply to show that our faith measures up to theirs. Rather
is it for us to strengthen ourselves within our faith and genuine-

ly commit our lives to the Jewish way of life to such an extent

that substitution and adulteration need never be considered

problems. For true religious experience comes from within

the faith and not from without.

It is because we do not allow Judaism into our every

facet of life that we are unsure of ourselves and thus do we
clutch at any straw, Jewish or otherwise, in the hope that it

will buoy us up. The individual who is steeped in Jewish
living, who sees Judaism manifest itself in every aspect of life

does not attempt to counterbalance events or holidays of other

faiths by adulterating his own.

What is needed, therefore, is a rededication to the whole-

some spirit of Judaism. The word Chanukah means dedica-

tion. What better time is there than now?

A Time For Living

Fannie Hurst, herself a splendid writer, has this to say

about Gertrude Schleier, author of "A Time For Living,"

published by Dodd Mead 8c Co.: "Miss Schleier's prose has

authority and a certain beauty. Under her searching appraisal

her characters emerge whole and authentic. "A Time for Liv-

ing" has power and rivets the interest. Miss Schleier will bear

watching."

This comment on Miss Schleier is one with which we
are in complete agreement. Knowing something of the au-

thor's life and background leads one to the belief that much
of the story is autobiography. This is not at all unusual in a

first novel, and undoubtedly Miss Schleier suffered all of the

pangs and vicissitudes that are the lot of Millie, the central

character in the book.

The story is one of a Jewish family living on New York
City's east side. A father, mother, sister and grandmother are

the other members of the family. Each one is drawn with a

fine plausability and there will be a lot of nostalgic remem-
brances for the readers who can hark back to a similar

environment.

We were particularly struck with the characterizations of

grandma Rifke, and Mrs. Kernfeld, a neighbor. Readers will

readily recognize them as old friends. We were not too happy
with the picture of the father, Ben. There are undoubtedly
many Bens in real life, but we would rather not think of this

particular characterization as typical.
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MY PAPA AND CHANUKAK
Yes, my papa . . . when I was

-a kid, long, long, long ago. My
papa and Chanukah! He made
a noble occasion of it . . . not just

ALFRED SEGAL
one of lighting the candles and

muttering the prescribed blessings.

He gave a sermon of his own at

the lighting of the first candle.

And at the lighting of each of the

other candles he would say to us

all . . . there were 7 of us . . . "I

hope you'll remember what this is

all about."

All seven of us would stand

with him and mama at the front

window of the small house in

which we lived. The house was

in a neighborhood in which no

other Jewish families resided. It

was called "Over-the-Rhine" be-

cause the community was all

German, and German was spoken

on all the streets in the neighbor-

hood. (And I was taught German
in the elementary public school

across the street. Indeed in our

town German was taught in all

the public schools from the first

grade up in that period of the

city's existence.)

Yes, at our front window Chanu-

kah was quite a public occasion.

Seeing those candle lights in the

front window, our German neigh-

bors would gather there to look

in. And some of them would come

in by the front door to listen in

on papa saying the blessings.

I remember one of them in par-

ticular . . . Herr Schultz ... a na-

tive German with a gray beard.

He said to papa, "I come to join

you in your good religion," and
papa replied, 'Come right in, I'm
happy to have fine neighbors who
so well know that God is One for

all of us."

Papa recited the Chanukah ser-

vice in Hebrew and he let me . . .

since I was the oldest of the kids

. . . light the first candle of

Chanukah. Then he turned to Mr.
Schultz, saying, "I was saying this

in Hebrew, now I'll try to tell it

all to you in English. First of all

Mr. Schultz, maybe I should tell

what it's all about. It has to do
with religious freedom which was

taken away from us Jews, long,

long ago and which we regained

by battle and a lot of the Jews

perished, but, anyway, we won the

battle for religious liberty and

returned to worship in our temple

from which we had been driven."

"Congratulations on such a holy

clay!" exclaimed Mr. Schultz, "con-

gratulations on your victory of

freedom for your religion."

(Though I was about 13 years

old at that time, I keep remem-

bering that Chanukah, because

through many years afterward, at

Chanukah time papa kept on tell-

ing about the incident in which

Mr. Schultz joined in Chanukah at

our front window. He was a

Lutheran and papa used to say

Til never forget Mr. Schultz at

our Chanukah service. His joining

with us there helped along the

high ideal of religious liberty

which we were celebrating on

Chanukah.")

Well, the candle light was grow-

ing brighter at our front window

as papa kept telling Mr. Schultz

all about Chanukah . . . about the

historic date ever so long ago . . .

the year 168 before the Christian

era . . . when the Syrians took over

our Temple in Jerusalem and

drove out out and set up an image

of their god in it.

Then, as papa used to tell us

. . . and as he told Mr. Schultz . . .

our Macdabbes came along to

make war for religious freedom

. . . "One of the finer purposes of

all the wars of history," papa time

and again used to tell us in front

of the Chanukah lights in our

house through many years.

I remember him saying to Mr.

Schultz, "Yes, it was one of the

few wars that were really worth

while in the world."

And Mr. Schultz asked "And
why, Mr. Segal, are you lighting

these candles in the window?" So

papa told him about the miracle

in the temple, which was discover-

ed when, by battle, the Temple

was restored to the worship of the

One God . . .
." Yes, Mr. Schultz,

a small jar of oil was found in our

Temple which had been in black

darkness in the time we Jewish

jaeople were out of it. So, the oil

was poured in a golden candle-

stick on the temple altar, until

more oil could be had. The oil

burned eight days in the temple,

and for that reason, Mr. Schultz,

we burn these candles for eight

days . . . one more candle each

day."

Papa then recited to Mr. Schultz

in rather stumbling English the

blessing he had given in Hebrew

at the lighting of the candles: "Yes,

Mr. Schultz, I was blessing God
who commanded us to kindle these

Sights this holy day of Chanukah,

as we call it."

He put in my own hands the

prayer book, saying, 'Read this

English translation to Mr.

Schultz," pointing to the final

paragraph in the blessing.. And I

read: "We kindle these lights on

account of the miracles the de-

liverances and the wonders which

Thou didst work for our fathers.

During all the eight days of

Chanukah these lights are sacred.

. . . We are only to look at them

in order that we may give thanks

unto Thy name for Thy miracles,

thy deliverances and thy won-

ders."

"Thanks, thanks," exclaimed

Mr. Schultz, " for revealing to me

such fineness of religion."

And papa replied, "Please, Mr.

Schultz, call on us again next

Chanukah."

The New Trend

In American Judaism
By Joseph Sokol

Ever since the Second World War,
American Judaism has taken a new
trend. American Jews now affiliated

with synagogues and temples are

far more numerous than ever be-

fore. Conservative and Orthodox

Judaism have grown by leaps and
bounds. New yishivas have been

built everywhere. A whole new
town in New York state, called New
Square has been built bv the Squer-

er Chasidim. Even Reformed Jews

have taken a step backward to old

world tradition and have begun to

teach Hebrew in their schools,

while some of them even employ
chazumin (cantors). Apparently,

the establishment of the State of

Israel in 1948 gave this movement
its impetus.

The salaries of the rabbis have
increased many times over what it

was before the Second War, not

withstanding the inflated dollar of

today as compared to that time.

What effect all of this will have
upon future Judaism in America
is still a secret to us. I believe that

there will emerge a new and bright-

el future for Amercian Jewry. A
more detailed account of this sub-

ject will be found in the article be
low. By B. C. Goldgerg in The Day
Morning Journal.

In Baltimore there has appeared
a new phenomenon which we call

Synagogue Street. On one street

there have been built exquisite

temples and synagogues, one not
far from the other. The word "ex-

quisite" does not fully express nor
can it give you a complete image of

the architecture and furnishings of

these synagogues and temples. They
are more than luxurious, for they

are truly done with artistic taste.

It would not be a great exaggera-

tion to say that the new temples al-

ready built and now being con-

structed in the new northwestern
section of the city of Baltimore

would amount to $10 million dol-

lars.

I am not concerned about the

money, although there are Jews

who are concerned. They say that

today we have more important

Jewish projects for which to spend

millions. However, when one sees

the private places which Jews have

built for themselves in this section

where these temples have been

built, one may come to the conclu-

sion that these Jews, heaven forbid,

did not empty their pockets to

build these temples. They have

enough money left over to be able

to make insertions in the column

of the income tax returns for more

important Jewish charity deduc-

tions.

I do not maintain that there is

only one Jewish dollar, and there-

fore we should fight for it. I believe

there are a lot of Jewish dollars,

but one has to train them to rotate

—that is, to roll out of certain Jew-

ish pockets. The more dollars a

Jew gives, the more he becomes

accustomed to giving or can be per-

suaded to give.

To tell the truth, when I see the

new luxury and the great Jewish

riches of a sector of the American

Jewish population — the $100

thousand dollar homes, the gold-

en Cadillacs, the country clubs,

where it costs several thousand dol-

lars and some as much as $10 thous-

and dollars to become a member

with a few thousand dollars annual

dues; the mink and broadtail coats

in this mild climate; the children

in the best - that is, the highest

price colleges with their own auto-

mobiles; the great practice of the

psychoanalysts among this sector

of the Jewish population; and the

veterinarians who care fore their

dogs, I must say that I begin to feel

bad. It reminds me of something

historical.

Ancient Rome in its grandeur

comes to my mind, or, before its

downfall, Spain, especially Jewish

Spain in the second half of the

fifteenth century, only a few years

before the Jewish expulsion from

that country; or, the proud Jewrv

of former Vienna and Berlin.

I am not of those who are afraid

of Hitler or Nazism in America.

However, this great luxury and

these riches and this dissolute way

of life does not seem to me to be

realistic. Its appearance is that of

Hollywood scenery and studios.

Such life doesn't have deep roots

and durability. It seems to me that

it cannot go along this way for-

ever.

The new temple becomes a coun-

try club. One temple, I heard,

acquired a whole farm with seven-

ay-two acres of land. Every temple

takes up a great deal of land for its

center entertainment, for the chil-

dren's school, and naturally, a lot

of territory for the parking of cars

for without an automobile one

cannot even get there. One thing

interests me.

"We shall never find one so

wise," declared Mr. Goldberg and
Mr. Hyman added: "Nor one so

tolerant."

Goychester was not an orthodox

community in any sense of the

word, but to call it Liberal or

Progressive would have been con-

sidered a grave insult. Most people

were opposed to any kind of form-

al reform, because — "once you

started, where would it all end?"

to shul on shabbos.

MOTHER'S HOME REMEDIES
By Dr. Jehiel Kling

The late Dr. Kling was a prominent figure in Jewish life in New York
City. His home was a colorful literary salon for more than a half century.
His widow Bertha Kling, is the author of several books of verse in Yiddish
and a noted folksongstress.—The Editor.

Our village, as I remember it

toward the close of the 1800's stood,

in regard to medicine and the care

of its inhabitants' health, with one

foot and perhaps both feet sunk in

the morass of the Middle Ages.

There were in our village one

Jewish assistant, or practical doc-

tor, and, two Polish doctors. The
poor folk of the village called the

assistant doctor occasionally be-

cause him, they knew, they need

pay only a mere pittance. The Pol-

ish doctors, however, were called

very seldom and then only when
Death itself stood at the threshold.

In fact, even the assistant doctor

was called only when all home
remedies had been tried and had

failed. Generally speaking, the poor

could not afford the luxury of

frequent illness. When, unfortun-

ately, a poor man began to ail, too

frequently, much ado was not made
ever him. He suffered so long that

he either grew better or died.

For ordinary ailments mother

was the doctor, the assistant doctor,

the apothecary, and the nurse. As

for herself, either at the time of

childbirth, or during any other ill-

ness, she made little fuss. When a

mother was in labor, and this hap-

pened with astonishing frequency

among our poor villagers, the little

ones were quickly shooed out ol

ihe house, and the midwife called.

An ordinary woman, she knew

nothing whatever of medicine and

had certainly never passed an ex-

amination in practical midwifery.

This, however, in no way interfer-

ed with her difficult and respon-

sible work. In fact, during her life-

time she brought into this world

about half the children of our vil-

lage. And very often, if the mid-

wife did not arrive in time and the

little one decided to come into the

world of its own accord, that, too,

caused very little excitement. The
mother herself with the aid of some

A MOTHER IN ISRAEL

I've got the radio on full blast,

for a change, and all morning I've

been stepping around my kitchen

like a circus horse. No, it's not

Pesach spring cleaning that has

softened my arteries. It's fellow

feeling with the 13,000 route mar
chers who started off light-hearted-

ly at dawn this morning on the

first lap of their four-day march.

The radio is keeping them com-

pany wth a blood-tingling pro-

gram of Israel and American mar-

ching songs. The whole neighbor-

hood must have their radios on

full blast, like I have, for the

tunes are pouring out of the win-

dows and ringing down the streets,

until you feel that the whole of Is-

rael is marching in unison with its

athletes, some of whom are con-

siderably younger of heart than of

limb.

As a matter of fact, I've never

paid a lot of attention to this na-

tional event before. And I probably

wouldn't have this year either if I

hadn't gone to Hadera last week to

visit my friend Mendel Schneer-

sohn. As people who have read my
book "The Nili Spies" will know,

Mendel is one of the two Schneer-

sohn brothers who participated in

the underground movement which

helped Allenby's forces rout the

Turks from Palestine in the first

World War.

Since Mendel was about 27 at

that time, he must be entering

his 71st year now. A tall, spare man
with a acquiline profile, Mendel
has the calm distinction of a Span-

ish grandee. He always was a cool

customer. When the spy ring was

discovered, its leaders, among them

Sarah Aaronsohn, met their death

by tortue or by hanging. But Men-
del, by a terrific bluff, escaped, lit-

erally from under the hangman's

noose, and made his way through

the Turkish lines to the British,

where he continued to serve with

the Intelligence until there was no
longer any need for his services.

Then he returned to working

the family farm at Hadera. He has

remained there to this day, together

with the pretty little woman to

whom he was engaged at this time.

One daughter, married to an offic-

er in the Israel army, lives with

them. Their other children, a son

and a daughter, live near them.

To crown this idyll, Mendel, al-

though far from being a rich man,

is happy. It was a treat to walk into

their rambling, simply furnished

home, and find him tucking into

an enormous supper with evident

enjoyment.

"Mendel," I exclaimed, "you're

looking younger than ever!"

"It's the least I can do," he re-

plied. "If I can't look young at

my age, then I'm not worth a

darn!"

What had given him such a good

appetite? He had just come back

from a four-hour hike over the

mountains. He was getting into

trim for the route march. He took

part in it every year, he told me.

Except for the pleasant addition of

company and jollifications, this

was the type of thing he has been

doing all his life. In the early days

you only took transport — a four-

horse diligence, or a sulky — when

you had a couple of days journey

ahead of you. The rest of the time

you walked if you wanted to get

somewhere.

One last afterthought about the suicide note read in part:

Eichmann trial, about which I

had my say in my last column, and

that is the irrefutable thrill I had

about at least one aspect of the

ghastly proceedings — hearing this

arch criminal being judged in the

language that is the very essence

of social justice—Hebrew. As

Prosecuting-Attorney General
Gidgon Hausner catalogued the

crimes against humanity in our

mother tongue, I kept thinking

of the description the witnesseses

gave of the last screams of the vic-

tims in the crematoriums 'Sham

Yisroel." Perhaps — in this small

measure — it did.

Another feeling of gratification

was mine by the whole Bertrand

Russell episode which became a

"cause celebre" overnight when
the 89 year old philosopher pre-

ferred to go to jail than to call off

the scheduled rally of the Com-
mittee of 100 in its campaign for

nuclear disarmament. Whether
one agrees with this organization

or not, it is good to know there

are still people around who care

enough about world issues to pro-

test effectively. The same thought

occurred to me in reading about

the committee which has been or-

ganized to immortalize the name
of Artur Zygelboim. This man,

after the battle of the Warsaw
Ghetto, committed suicide in the

hope of arousing the world against

the annihilation of the Jews. His

"By my death, I wish to ex-

press my strongest protest against

the inactivity with which the

world is looking on and permitting

the extermination of the Jewish

people . . . Unable to help save

the remnants of my martyred peo-

ple while alive, I choose death in

an effort to arouse out of their

indifference those who can save

now — before it may be too late

— the Polish Jews still alive."

Nowadays, and I imagine it

seemed the way at that time, no-

thing seems to bestir the great

majority of the public. And it sure-

ly is not for lack of cause that we

remain silent. On the contrary I

suspect the difficulty is that in

the clutch of life-and-death mat-

ters that stare at us from the pages

of the newspapers every day — it

is practically impossible to make

a choice as to where to begin.

An exclusive interview with Dr. Ora Kedem, Israel's foremost

ivoman-scientist.

Not so long ago, in the pre-dawn

of the nuclear day, when women
scientists were few and far between,

they tended — or so the public

thought — to look and act alike.

Their alleged prototype was a kind

of grim Madame Curie; pallid hair

pulled sternly away from an awe

some brow; all form lost in the

folds of a long white coat; life's sole

concern the contents of a test-tube

or an equation. Women scientists,

people said ,were not really women.
They rarely married, and even if

ringed, the band that held the

microscope seldom, if ever, rocked

the cradle. Lady scientists were

even more obviously regarded as a

joke by their male colleagues, sure

that science was forever the exclu-

sive province of men. The fact that

they, too, were viewed with suspic-

ion by almost everyone else never

made much difference either to the

amount, or the volume, of denigrat-

ing anecdotes assiduously circulat-

ed about their feminine counter-

parts.

Even in equality-conscious Israel,

this unfortunate myth might have

been perpetuated had not our cen-

tury suddenly become The Era of

The Scientist. In the young State

of Israel — her birth coincident

with the very emergence of the

atomic age — science, from the

start, has held a special place. Clear-

ly, for years the growth and ad-

vancement of the State would de-

pend largely on the caliber of her

scientists — and among them, were

many women.

Today, thirteen years after the

establishment of the State, Israel's

women scientists number several

hundred. They work hard, and live

hard, and their responsibilities are

numerous. What are they like -

these earnest young women at the

Hebrew University in Jerusalem, at

the Technion in Haifa, at the

Weizmann Institute of Science at

Rehovoth? Why have they chosen

chemistry, or physics, or biology as

their demanding careers? What do
they hope to achieve for them-

selves, and for their nation?

One of them, A Senior Scientist

at the Weizmann Institute, recent-

ly was named co-winner of the 1961

Israel Prize in the Exact Sciences.

Better-known now than most of her

select sorority, still she reflects, in

her day's schedule and in the

chronology of her life, many of the

problems peculiar to her profes-

sion, to her sex, and to the singular

and challenging land in which she

lives.

Her name is Dr. Ora Kedem. On
the busy afternoon street, it is hard

to pick her out of the crowd. Like

most of Rehovoth's housewives, she

is tanned, bright-skirted, sandalled.

She walks like everyone else in

sight, burdened by standard en-

cumbrances. A child at each hand.

A shopping bag. A bunch of flowers

under her arm, and a book. So

much is she part of the scene that

no one turns to watch her, al-

though only a few weeks ago she

was lifted to national fame.

Over coffee and a cigarette at a

sidewalk cafe, she takes time out

to examine, briefly, her own ori-

gins. Was science implicit in them?

It is hard to say. In common with

tied up the umbilical chitis, dysentery, and many otherneighbor,

cord, cut it with a pair of dull

shears, and soon the lusty cries of

the newcomer resounded through

the house.

When the labor was very diffic-

ult and unduly long, all sorts of

home remedies were tried. People

would then go to the synagogue to

pray before the Ark of The Coven-

ant; some went to the cemetery to

beg the dear departed ones to in

tercede in Heaven in behalf of the

poor mother and to beseech the

Lord to help her. When this did

not help, they made use of a very

strange device; from the mother's

bed, through the village streets and

into the synagogue where the Ark

of The Covenant stood, a long

string was drawn and tied—a sort

of child's telegraph to the Almighty

—and there they prayed: "O Father

Thou who art all merciful and

cans't aid us all, be Thou the help-

er of Thy daughter in her houi

of need." Whether or not this was

ever of any avail we do not know.

It is interesting, however, to note

that once I actually witnessed such

a thing.

When the baby was born it was

tightly wrapped in swaddling cloth-

es, its arms and legs bound tight,

because it was feared that if its

limbs were left free it would be-

come crippled. It may, however,

have been just the continuance of

some old custom.

The child was always bathed

with all its swaddling clothes in a

wooden tub or bowl. Such a bath

was none too sanitary and the in-

fants as a result suffered a great

deal from skin trouble. To cure

them a mother would use either

salt, starch, bran, or various kinds

of herbs in the bath. These baths

were used also to cure such ordin-

ary ailments as anemia, malnutri-

tion, or muscular pain. Mother

herself also cured such diseases as

measles, scarlet fever, dyspepsia,

worms, rickets, grippe, malaria,

fever scrofula, eczema, enlarged

glands, tonsilitis, sore throat, bron-

ailments.

The two chief remedies in which

mother believed religiously were

what is now commonly known as

quinine and cod liver oil. Quinine

was used for all kinds of fevers.

Mother did not own a thermome-

ter, so she would press her cheek 01

hand to the little one's forehead

and exclaim, "Good God, the child

has fever." Immediately the house

was searched for a quinine powder.

If there was none she hastened to

the apothecary to get some. In

truth we children were none too

happy to swallow this because it

was as bitter as death itself. Mother

would cajole, coax, talk herself dry

in the throat and finally promise

us the moon until she succeeded in

persuading us to swallow it. Some-

times she had to use force. As

soon as the quinine had been taken

mother grew tranquil. She was

positive this would help. In addi-

tion to the quinine they always be-

lieved that with fever one must

sweat. If the patient perspired free-

ly they were sure he would get well,

and so they would ply him with

hot water, hot tea, tea made ol

dried raspberries, cover him with a

featherbed, and shut the windows,

all in the hope that he would

sweat.

Cod liver oil

great remedy

was the second

in the infallibility

of which mother firmly believed.

She had no knowledge then of why

this was so helpful. Greater seers

and far greater physicians then she

did not, at that time, know why

this is so efficacious. They too

thought it was an empiric remedy.

It is only recently that medicine

has discovered why cod liver oil

means in regard to the growth and

structure of the child. Mother also

used cod liver oil for anemia,

bronchitis, scrofula, eczema and

poor appetite. For poor appetite

mother prepared a home remedy

which is still used to this day in

the field of medicine, a preparation

w hich she herself made of herbs or

loots which were called gential and

quasia. This drink was very bitter,

and when we swallowed a spoonful

we saw stars. It was not easy for

mother to make us take this. We
would screw up our faces, close our

eyes, and with a gulp swallow it;

but after that we ate as though

after a long fast—if only to drown

the awful taste of bitterness in our

mouths.
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Measles was a contagious disease

which they thought all people had

to have. Very seldom did any child

escape. If one of the children de-

veloped measles the windows were

closed and the shades drawn tight

so that no daylight could come in,

nor for that matter, a bit of fresh

air. They were afraid the measles

would catch cold and that light

would make the eyes sore. To be

even more certain, they hung ovei

the bed a great sheet. As though

that were not enough suffering for

the little one, the healthy children

were put into the same bed so they

might all get over with it at one

time. This was perhaps after all a

practical or even logcal solution for

the parents, but for the children it

was purgatory. There were some

who covered the children with a

red blanket, a magic remedy which

they thought would rid them of the

disease. Incidentally, in the Middle

Ages even physicians believed in

the magic of red as a remedy against

measles. One of the greatest Arab-

ian doctors who lived at that time

always cured measles with a red

cloth.

Mother certainly never held a

surgeon's scalpel in her hand, but

she was able to heal such diseases

as pertain to surgery. When one

cut oneself with a sharp knife and
the blood flowed freely, mother
quickly searched the house for a

cobweb which might be hanging in

some dark corner of the wall or

ceiling, applied it to the wound,
bound it with a little white rag,

and that was that. The blood ceas-

ed to flow as if by magic. Blood

poisoning was unknow, although

the dust and dirt of the cobweb
should have, by all the rules oi

medicine, brought that very thing

about. Why it never did is still a

mystery to me.

For a large and deep sore or

chronic wound which festered and

did not want to heal, mother ap-

plied powdered alum. The alum
burned out the proud flesh in such

a way that the sore healed quickly.

Infections, blisters, abscesses, fur-

uncles, and even carbuncles were

common among the children. They
occurred most frequently upon
their feet because the children

wnt barefoot in the summer and

cut their feet on glass or other

sharp objects. All these plagues

mother healed with her own rem-

edy, — honey dough; that is soft

white dough mixed with honey and

smeared with oil. This had several

virtues in that it was soft and

warm and served to cover the tend-

er spot, keeping the cold air from

it. It helped soften the skin and

the abscess opened more easily. For

larger abscesses or swellings mother

used linseed flour, heated and tied

in little bags, or else made it into

a paste and spread it on linen. They
also used hot flour or hot salt in

little bags. When the abscesses

opened, they were squeezed out,

washed with warm water, and

bound with a white rag.

Our villagers it seemed suffered

from frequent headaches. The
remedy for these headaches was to

slice a potato. The slices were then

applied to the forehead and bound
with a rag. If this did not help, hot

or cold compresses were applied or

a bladder filled with ice or snow

which, in the winter, could be

found in front of the door. In the

summer ice was a luxury, which

was used only in the case of a very

dangerous illness.

For pains in the side or back,

mustard plasters were applied. For

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pains in the chest, alcohol, warm
vinegar, and even kerosene were

used. For stomach aches and fever

they used a famous remedy which

has such a pasty taste, i. e. castor

oil. Just because it had such an

awful taste it was considered the

remedy par excellence, and also

because it was so hard to take and

children were in mortal terror of

having it administered to them it

was not often unlike the pleasant

even chocolate coated remedies us-

ed today, and thereby saved them-

selves considerable trouble in the

future.

It is difficult to say whether

mother had sufficient medical

knowledge to diagnose diseases.

From my own experience, I know
that in cases of measles and scarlet

fever they almost instinctively diag-

nosed the case correctly. In the case

of more complex diseases, they

could only guess.

Leeches and cupping, both drv

and wet, and the opening of veins

were common remedies. Leeches

were a very popular remedy in

mother's remedy codex. Why — it

is difficult to tell. The leeches were

kept at the apothecary's in steril-

ized glass jars and waited for their

time to come. Once I myself had

the experience of leeches sucking at

me, and to this day I cannot think

of it without disgust. I also remem-

ber leeches being applied to my
brother's neck when he was suffer-

ing from a sore throat. They suck-

ed so long till they swelled up and

fell to the ground. Although every-

one regarded them with loathing,

they were held in high esteem and

everyone believed in their efficacy.

They were purported to suck up
the bad blood. Thev were also used

in the Middle Ages, and only lately

have they been in disfavor.

Dry and wet cupping were used

in many kinds of illnesses, especi-

ally those of the chest. The assistant

doctor's wife usually performed

this task because the assistant con-

sidered it beneath his dignity to do

so. Sometimes mother herself ap-

plied them.

Let us not hold mother's reme-

dies in contempt. They stood high

above the so-called "scientific" co-

dex of the Middle Ages and the

even later years, when all kinds of

abominations and the ugliest things

in the world were used as remedies.

The wonder is only that the pa-

tients in the Middle Ages swallow-

ed these abominations and kept on

living and sometimes even recover-

ed. Alongside these, mother's re-

medies were truly progressive.

gregation to whom to speak? Are
the Jews receiving anything of

spiritual value there?

The answer is "yes". Something

is done every day in the temple-

social work, entertainment, and al-

so enlightenment. The Sunday

School teaches there three times a

week. They do not get indigestion

from over-learning, God forbid, but

children will know more than do

their fathers. Their fathers and

mothers are learning a lot of things

about J e w r y and about the

world in connection with Jewry,

and they are among Jews.

I cannot say that the new beauti-

ful buildings are empty, nor can I

say that their context is empty, al-

though it is flat and shallow, be-

cause the entire culture in Ameri-

ca is just beginning to take roots.

We were for so long, so to speak,

"democratic", that is, we were busy

becoming Americanized, that we

lost sight of our Jewish culture. We
are dealing with a generation

which as far as Jewish culture is

concerned did not get anything,

but the main motive has always

been to be among Jews.

The problem is only "to be a-

mong which Jews". Why do you
think that one has to pay so much
to join a country club? Do you

think the country clubs need mon-
ey so badly? This is not so. With
this high entrance fee, they ex-

clude Jews who do not "belong"

there. By means of this high fee,

they make certain to have there

only those Jews who "belong"

there, that is, the ones whom the

Gentiles call "the white Jews".

And, why does one want so badly to

be among Jews? It is not a nice

thing to say, but the truth is that

Jews want to be among Jews be-

cause they can't be among Gen-

tiles. The Gentiles have something

to say about this, too. To be by

oneself is too lonesome. Not with-

out reason, Essau and Jacob were

born twins. If it were not for Es-

sau, there would have been no

Jacob.

many of Israel's young scientists,

Ora was born abroad. In common
with many of them, her early child-

hood was spent in tranquility and
order. But to be a Jew in the

Vienna of the clouded thirties de-

manded that somehow external

calm co-exist with a constant in-

terior vigilance. Calm and care

without doubt are qualities with

which all scientists are armed, and
perhaps Ora developed them then
— in that crumbling time.

Her family — like thousands of

others — had always turned towards

Zionism. The Blue Box; the Me-
norah at Channukah; the syna-

gogue on High Holy days, all of the

appurtenances of an enlightened,

unassimilated Tewishness, were
there, and they made for some
stability when all stability seemed
to have vanished from the world.

At 13, the responsibility of a house-

hold on her shoulders, Ora attend-

ed a special high school improvised

by the Jewish community, so that

education need not give way to the

emergency of Nazism. "All of us

were honor students; all old enough
to know that this might be our only

chance to study. We worked very,

very hard, as though each day was
the last before exams.

"I started science there — in that

strange school at that strange time.

And I was very lucky! My teacher

was a gifted man who interested me
in science, in the scientific way of

thinking, the exact, correct way of

doing things. I was filled with curi-

osity about the way the world was
made and he told me all he knew."

Her dark brown eyes settle on a
distant point. Not Rehovoth's main
street. Somewhere as remote, per-

haps, as Austria; another land on
another continent on a far-off sum-
mer, almost thirty years ago.

"Then everything — even the

school — fell apart. We had always

planned, vaguely, to go to Pales-

tine. Now, if we waited, it might
literally be too late. So we left. First

my father and two children. Then,
my mother and I. On a rickety

little ship with shelves for bunks
and even these were used for fuel

after a while and we slept on deck.

We lacked everything—Not enough
water, or food, or sleep. I suppose

it was a horror for the grown-ups,

but I was very sturdy, and very

young, and even this terrible voy-

age seemed to make sense in the

context of senseless days."

They travelled for a long time.

Then, at last, there was an island,

somewhere near Crete. A whole vil-

lage streamed out to meet the boat-

load of "illegals," and bring them
wine and water and bread.

"They had heard that we were

Jews, trying to get to Palestine, and
out of hell. Nothing was too much
for them to do for us. They were
just a few simple people on a tiny

island, but when we sailed again,

three days later, they saw us off.

Half the village in boats sailed out

to sea with us, singing and waving

farewell, and wishing us God-
speed."
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It took months to get from

Vienna to Haifa, on the only route

open to Jews without certificates.

But Haifa held terrors of its own.

"The British ordered us to an

other ship. We would leave at once,

they said for the Island of Mauriti-

us — and detention there. I suppose

the grown-ups made up their minds

very quickly. It was decided to ex-

plode the engines, and not to budge

unless we could land in Haifa.

Two-hundred of the two-thousand

crammed people aboard our ship—

the S.S. Patria—died in the terrible

explosion. We mourned them, but

we knew that more would have

died in Mauritius, more terribly."

It seemed impossible that the tall

poised young woman with an en-

viable scientific reputation about

whom I had read so much in all

the papers during the past few

weeks had once been a child on an

exploding ship in a beleagured

harbor. But many of Israel's wom-

en scientists today — researchers,

technicians, graduate students and

university coeds — have had this

sort of youth behind them. Scores

of them have had to learn a new

language, new ways, a new geo-

graphy — and learn these fast — so

that they could progress in their

chosen and complex field.

Ora's energy held up. So did her

curiosity about life and its com-

ponent parts. High school, a teach-

er's seminary; finally the Hebrew

University — all in logical and

hard-won succession. Scholarships

eased her way a little. Diligence did

the rest. She came to the Weizmann

Institute fresh from the University

and she has been there ever since;

a stellar member of the Depart-

ment of Polymer Research, headed

by Professor Aharon Katzir-Kat-

chalski, with whom she won the

Israel Prize.

"It is hard for a woman to work

in science anywhere." Ora speaks

thoughtfully, and precisely. "You

deal with deadlines all the time.

You have to leave the lab not when

you want to — or are through with

a day's problem — but in time for

the children's tea. Your work never

really takes full priority and it suf-

fers, no matter how good you are.

Lingerers do best — the ones that

don't have to dash home. Still, one

wants everything and women have

to make choices all the time. It

must be much easier in countries

where there are diaper services, and

frozen food, and sleep-in maids,

and a car per family, if not two."

Dr. Kedem's face is grave in re-

pose. Her smile comes quickly and

without warning.

"This is not a complaint. I am
lucky to be able to maintain this

split-level life, and there is time

enough to sleep in the grave!"

Ora's work also involves split-

levels. She is concerned mainly with

the problem of how matter moves

within a given organism, particul-

arly its flow through intestinal

walls. How does matter pass

through biological membranes?

How is water circulated through

the living system? Haw are waste

materials processed? Food and

water absorbed? It is work like

this, cautious theory and painstak-

ing experiment, that will one day

open up the final mysteries of life.

For Ora Kedem and her co-

workers, knowing that they them-

selves may contribute something to

the solution of what is possibly the

single most imperative question of

our time is a perpetual and pro-

found stimulus.

I watched Dr. Kedem gather up

her children; collect her packages,

cope with a recalcitrant loaf of

bread, and leave. An efficient, bal-

anced, vigorous individual; a good

scientist and a successful woman.

As I watched her, I wondered to

what extent she knew that she her-

self was part of an experiment, be-

gun years ago in the student days of

Madame Curie.

The Eichmann Sentence
As we go to press the world is discussing the Eichmann

verdict and sentence. It will take some time before we can
evaluate the various opinions, although, with respect to the

verdict, there seems to have been general agreement that it was
in accord with the evidence presented in the lengthy trial.

As far as our own people's views are concerned, there is no
complete agreement on the sentence. There are those who
hold that death is too merciful for the arch-criminal, and that

the time allowed by life-imprisonment for the criminal's tor-

tured thinking would have been more in keeping with the

enormity of the crime.

Meanwhile, there will be appeals and it is quite uncertain
just when the sentence will be implemented. But as of now,
we can take what comfort there might be in the fact that justice

has once again triumphed.

Integrated College Fraternities

A new type of integration problem has been presented
to the citizens of our country which is causing almost as much
controversy as the one involving desegregation of our public
schools. In this situation, however, there is no Supreme Court
decision to supply motivation.

Emphasis on the problem has been accentuated by the in-

creasing number of colleges which are insisting on the break-
down of discrimation in our social fraternities and sororities

based on creed and color.

Thereoretically there should be gratification where the
barriers of religion have been removed so that our sons and
daughters may now be accepted by fraternities which have
until recently been open only to those professing white Chris-
tianity. Liberal organizations, such as B'nai B'rith's Anti-De-
famation League, The American Jewish Committee, et al have
hailed the change with considerable satisfaction as evidence
of another step forward toward the ideals of brotherhood.

For us the consideration is largely how our Jewish college

students are being affected by the change. Will it be integra-
tion, or assimilation?

What about this movement in actual practice, as it affects

our college youth? Is it really solving a problem for them, or is

it complicating already existing problems?

Enforcement of this regulation, where it has been put into

effect, has met with bitter opposition on some campuses. In
some instances where a local chapter of a national fraternity

has bowed to the college edict, there have been suspension of

chapters and even cases where the chapter's charter has been
voided by the national authorities.

All of this leads to the important question as to the spirit

behind the movement. If the motive on the part of the indiv-

idual fraternity is a sincere belief that our democratic way of

life demands the action, well and good. But if they are just

following the leader and taking the path of least resistance,

then the whole thing is a mockery.

There is a sizeable difference between a college fraternity

and a public school. A fraternity is for the most part a purely-

social organization and in such a group there is the inherent

right to choose, just as we. as individuals, have the right to

choose those with whom we would like to socialize. This is of

course, not the situation where the basic problem is equality

of educational opportunity.

There are various degrees of compliance to integration

in our college fraternities. Some have quotas—arbitrary, or on
a percentage basis. Some admit as many Jews as non-Jews. With
others, the break-down is complete.

Now as to the effect on the individual Jewish student.

Suppose he accepts the bid of one of the fraternities operating

on the quota basis. Will he feel that this acceptance has been

a condescension? Will he be comfortable where his minority

status is again emphasized? Will he get out of his college life

all that he had expected of a fraternity affiliation?

It is difficult to answer such questions with generalization.

Much will depend on the individual. To some, the supposed

advancement in status will provide a sufficient answer to all

of his problems. Others might find themselves uncomfortable

and unhappy.

Now, what about the Jewish fraternities, where consis-

tency will require that they too will have to admit members
of other faiths? A Jewish fraternity is frequently more than

just a social orgazization. Their rituals attest to that. Many of

them are dedicated to some particular phase of distinctly Jew-
ish life. Rabbi Benjamin Frankel was a fraternity man when
he founded the B'nai B'rith Hillel Foundation. Can a non-

Jew be a party to such philosphy or activities? Will the Jewish

fraternity survive on this new basis, or will it disappear from

the contemporary college scene?

As to our view-point, we are holding an open mind. As
one who had helped to establish a chapter of a highly esteemed

Jewish fraternity, we will watch closely the developments as

they take place. We can argue and infintum—for or against—

but nothing will change what will actually happen. That's the

only thing that will supply the answer.

Turning Point In Christian-Jewish

Relations?

Quietly, and with little or no advance indication, a signi-

ficant development has been taking place among prominent
Christian church leaders and lay organizations: a searching

re-examination of Christian teachings about Jews, designed to

eliminate the religious basis of anti-Semitism. One national

Jewish leader—Rabbi Joachim Prinz, president of the Ameri-

can Jewish Congress—has called this development a "turning

point in the historic relationship between the Christian world

and the Jewish people."

MR. ALEPH HAS A DREAM
Mr. Aleph is a friend of mine.

-Aleph isn't exactly his name. I

speak of him as Mr. Aleph because

Mr. Aleph went on to tell me
what I had myself known right

along: That he isn't devoutly Jew-

ish ... in the sense that he's far

from being a regular attendant at

synagogue service every Shabbos.

"And that's what bothers my
wife so much, each day, you might

say. She devoutely remembers her

great-grandfather who was an

Orthodox rabbi, and, really, she

tries hard to live Jewishly in ac-

cordance with his teaching. Each

morning she reads prayers out of

the book; each Sabbath day she

-attends synagogue.

"She tells me that she feels so

lonely in schul with me not there.

And she asks me: Where are you

on the Sabbath morning when

I'm in schul? You're not with

God; you're at your business on

Shabbos. Aren't you ashamed of

yourself?"

At times Mr. Aleph argues the

matter with her, though most of

the time he remains silent all

through the scolding . . . "When
I argue with her I bring up the

question of what being a good Jew
really is. I ask her is the goodness

of being a Jew all in the synago-

gue? Am I not Jewishly all right

in my daily life . . . and isn't that

enough toward being a good Jew.

What do you say, Segal? If you

agree with me say so in your

column, please. My wife listens to

you talk. You can be a big help

to me."

"But," I interrupted, "what of

that dream of yours you started

to tell me about?

"Yes, yes," he resumed, "it was

the other night. My wife and I

had been arguing the matter of

my Judaism all that evening. Our

TV set stayed dark while we

argued the matter this way and

that. It was past 1 1 when all worn

out we retired to our beds. I quick-

ly fell asleep into a dream."

He paused a moment, then went

on: "It may be a laughing matter

to you, Segal, but I dreamed I was

dead."

In fact, I did laugh to hear of

Mr. Aleph dreaming that he was

dead; Mr. Aleph is a guy so

well built . . . tall, wide and so

vigorous . . .

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"No Easy Answers"
Provokes Controversy

PHILIP M. KLUTZNICK'S BOOK
WIDELY DISCUSSED

A challenge to the rabbinate to

reduce "denominational squab-

bling" .... a warning that com-

pulsary unity in Jewish life

"cannot be voted into existence"

. . . . a critical view of fed-

erations and welfare funds that

seek to deminate Jewish affairs

. . . a plea for leadership that can

"think Jewishly" — these and other

controversial issues are raised by

one of the outstanding Jewish lav-

men for the past generation.

He is Philip M. Klutznick,

former president of B'nai B'rith

and, until his appointment by

President Kennedy last February

as U. S. Representative to the

United Nations Economic and
Social Council, an active leader in

many other national Jewish move-

ments.

Mr. Klutznick's continued inter-

est in Jewish affairs and his lively

optimism about the future of

American Jewish life are expressed

in a book, "No Easy Answers,"

that was published June 19 by

Farrar, Straus and Cudahy.

The book has provoked con-

siderable discussion and debate in

Jewish leadership circles.

For one thing, Mr. Klutznick

treats with some of the thorniest

and most quarrelsome issues af-

fecting the structure and workings

of the Jewish community — trod-

ding on some well-placed toes and
challenging a lot of sacred cows.

For another, his candid observa-

tions are those of the volunteer

businssman-leader in Jewish life

- an element that rarely sets down
its views in print.

Mr. Klutznick takes the rabbin-

ate to task on a number of

grounds. He is impatient with

"Orthodox, Conservative and Re-

form competing vigorously —

sometimes intolerantly — for the

loyalties of American Jewry."

These "schismatic antagonisms,"

are perplexing to most American

Jews, he says. If a religious revival

is needed, it won't happen "out of

a welter of confusions, rivalries

and hostilities among the theolo-

gians themselves."

"I am not suggesting that rabbis

submerge or compromise where

their differences are compelling.

It is their role to challenge error,

even among themselves. (But) are

not the rabbis and religious scho-

lars who pursue factionalism more

fervently than they exalt the com-

mon qualities of Judaism com-

mitting a graver error — that of

frustating a Jewishness in America

thai is striving for maturity?"

Despite the "scholarly thunder",

most rabbis are "less separated by

ideological beliefs than by their

loyalties to rabbinical or denomin-

ational organizations," says Mr.

Klutznck. He cites the fact that

many rabbis, "seeking a hospitable

pulpit," readily move from one

denominaton to the next.

He also decrees "the evangelism of

certain religious leaders" who see

American Jewish life "as a spoked

wheel, with all of its enterprises

radiating from its synagogue hub."

The effect, he says, is to miscast

the rabbi from his natural role as

teacher and religion specialist to

that of a jack-of-all-services for

which his rabbinic training does

not necessarily qualify him.

Mr. Klutznick attributes this to

an "unwarranted urge" to impose

a primacy for religious institutions

over other activities in Jewish life,

and to confuse primacy with

monopoly in defining religion's

role in modern Judaism."

All Jewish activity, including

the so-called secular not affiliated

with the synagogue ,has a religious

base, he says, and "what is called

secularist is not the antithesis of

Judaism but is an integral part of

it."

Those rabbis who want the

synagogue to dominate all of com-

munity life presuppose competi-

tion rather than cooperation be-

tween the synagogue and com-

munal organizations, Mr. Klutz-

nick asserts. "And the implication

left by these exclusivists — to their

own detriment — is that the syna-

gogue comes off second best."

In an analysis of previous efforts

at "organic unity" in the Jewish

community, Mr. Klutznick writes:

"Experience has taught me a

stubborn, inescapable truth about

unity. It cannot be voted into ex-

istence.

"The history of the pressures for

unity in American Jewry shows a

consistent course. There is an em-

ergency to trigger the demand for

unity. The emergency subsides;

the effort collapses.

"We make mischief of unity,"

says Mr. Klutznick, "when we

ignore its illusory character and

treat it as an end in itself. It is no

paradox, therefore, when gallop-

ing efforts toward unity serve the

contradictory purpose of running

it into the ground."

Past failures, says the author^

ignored the voluntary character,

genuine diversity and environ-

mental freedoms of American Jew-

ish life.

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Loyal Southerners Who

Opposed Secession

An orphan at eight, Solomon
Heydenfeldt managed to study

Latin, Greek, and mathematics at

Pennsylvania. Unable to graduate,

he returned to read law at the

office of Charleston's celebrated

jurist, Chancellor De Saussure's

son. Settling in Alabama, he im-

pressed the new environment suf-

ficently to make him at 24 a

county judge. Two years later, he

sought one of the best paying jobs

in the state, County Judge of

Mobile. Though not elected by

the Legislature, he made a good

race, which was encouraging for

a newcomer 26 years old.

Married, a promising lawyer

politically ambitious and well

thought of, he damaged his future

by meddling with slavery, a hot

potato for any opponent in the

South. Not that all Southerners

were rabid proponents of the sys-

tem. Many recognized its evils and,

like the Grimke sisters of Charles-

ton, hoped to see slavery eradicat-

ed. Heydenfeldt addressed to the

Governor a pamphlet advocating

an amendment to the State Con-

stitution that would prohibit fur-

ther" importation of slaves into

Alabama.

We do not know what efferl

his brochure produced. He was

no fire-eating radical intent on

abolishing slavery, even at the

cost of disrupting the Union. ?

believer in States' Rights, he felt

that the South should on its own
accord elminate human bondage.

He advocated the solution of the

slave problem by the states them-

selves, without interference from

the national government.

Middle of the road measures

are seldom popular in times of

stress and excitement. Sane people

might appreciate Heydenield's ap-

peal to justice and sound policy.

Yet it is doubtful whether the

slave-trading interests read the

pamphlet with calm detachment.

Early in 1850 Judge Heydenfeldt

left Montgomery for San Francis-

co. This departure can hardly be

construed as a flight, for two years

later he came back for an extended

visit to his family. In the histories

and records of Alabama, he left

a reputation of "very fair ability

and excellent character." which

brought him universal esteem.

In San Francisco Heydenfeldt

found himself among prospectors

and criminals, honest pioneers and

shady adventures, professionals dis-

credited at home and capable men
stirred by honest ambition, mounte-

banks and gamblers, restless wan-

derers and home builders anxious

for domestic comfort.

The new Legislature met in

1851 for its second session, pretty

equally divided on the issues that

were agitating the nation. The
Democrats, having a slight ma-

jority, selected Heydenfeldt to suc-

ceed the daring explorer John C.

Fremont in the U. S. Senate .But

the Northerners distrusted the

Southern sympathies of the Dem-
ocratic candidate. After 142 bal-

lots his name was withdrawn, and

the session closed without electing

a Senator. The State Democratic

convention nominated Solomon

Heydenfeldt on the first ballot to

succeed the retiring Chief Justice

of the California Supreme Court.

At the general election he received

24,420 votes as against 20,670 for

his opponent.

When the War of Secession

broke out, Heydenfeldt became a

victim of ambivalence. He believed

in preserving the Union, yet op-

posed the use of force. An oppon-

ent of slavery, he nevertheless fa

vored recognizing the Confederacy.

Engaged in a lucrative practice,

he would not subscribe to the

"ironclad" oath of loyalty de-

manded of lawyers before the ar-

gument of every case. Claiming

his oath to the Alabama Bar suf-

ficient for any American, he evi-

dently failed to grasp that Ala-

bama had seceded from the Union.

Conscientious in his scruples that

a principle was at stake, he re-

fused a retainer of .135,000 to ap-

pear in court.

Born 1804 in North Carolina.

Alfred Mordecai grew up care-

free anil well adjusted in Warren-

ton, near the Virginia border, and

remained until 1819.

Graduating first in his class, he

was detailed as assistant professor

at the U. S. Military Academy un-

til relieved several years later to

become assistant engineer in the

construction of Fortress Monroe

in Virginia and Fort Calhoun at

Norfolk. On completion of the fort

he was appointed assistant to the

Chief Engineer of the U.S. Army

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Vladimir Jabotinsky

During the past few months there

has been much comment in Jewish

circles about the remains of Vladi-

mir, or Zev (as his name was in

Hebrew), Jabotinsky. He died in

1940, and is buried in Long Ls-

land, New York. In his will it is

requested, that after the establish-

ment of a Jewish state, his remains

be transferred to Israel. To date,

his remains are in New York. This

is due to the opposition of the

Israeli government. Before going

further with this, however, some

thing of the man should be given

in order that a better understand-

ing of him may ensue.

Who was this Jabotinsky? He was

"born in Odessa, Russia, in 1880.

He was a journalist-novelist and the

organizer and leader of the Re-

visionist-Zionist Movement. The
founder of the Jewish Legion in

the First World War, its chief of-

ficer for four years, a gilted orator

and speaker of several languages,

he was a man of no comparison of

Tiis time. He was one of those orat-

ors who hypnotized his audiences;

after hearing one of his lectures,

Ms listeners were ready to die for

liim. He is the author of a history

•of the Jewish Legion as well as the

Novel "Samson"; he also wrote

-some short stories and some poetry.

He translated into Hebrew Dante'?

""Divino Commedia" (Divine

Comedy) and edited daily news-

papers and periodicals. In 1923, he

organized the Revisionist-Zionist

Party and later organized the Bitor

Organization. Unfortunately, he

always had to carry on a bitter

struggle against the Zionist Organ-

ization within because of their mild

policies towards England, which

hindered in every possible way the

realization of the Jewish National

"Home in Palestine. (Chaim Weiz
Tnann once said of him, "It is easy

for Jabotinsky to critize the English

government, because he does not

have to go to the Foreign Office the

next morning to ask a favor foi

Palestine.")

In 1935, Jabotinsky left the Zion-

ist Party to organize his own party

in an effort to fight the Mandate-

Power, England. When the Eng-

lish government expelled him

from Palestine, he was never to re-

turn to his homeland. His program

was, among other things, to have a

large Jewish immigration to Pales-

tine by every means possible; a

good organized Jewish army (if

necessary, one that was under-

ground); and as little power as pos-

sible to the Histodrud, until such

time as the country was built up,

etc. (The Histodrud is the strong-

est labor union in the world, own-

ing a large part of the Israeli eco-

nomy.) Because of this program,

Jabotinsky has been called a fasch-

ist reactionary and many other such

appellations. But, today, Ben-Gur

ion has adopted some of Jabotin-

sky's programs, including the sup-

port of a strong army. Another

such adopted program can be wit-

nessed in the recent Lavan episode

in which the main purpose was to

strip Lavan of his powers over the

Histodrud.

Jabotinsky's projects are too

numerous to mention in this brief

article. This writer does not find

fault with Ben-Gurion's program;

on the other hand, I am not a fol-

lower nor have I ever been a follow-

er of Jabotinsky. I am merely at-

tempting to portray Jabotinsky, to

explain the purpose of this writing.

As mentioned above, Jabotinsky

died in 1940 and left a request in

his will that his remains be placed

in Israel; this is reminiscent of the

request in the will of Joseph, that

when the Jews are freed from Egypt

by God, take my remains with you.

Over thirteen years ago, in 1948,

the State of Israel was established.

Yet, nothing has been done about

removing the remains of Jabotin-

sky to Israel because of party poli-

tics. The present Israeli govern-

ment is very mucli opposed to it.

Actually, if the remains were to be

brought to Israel privately, the

government would probably not

prevent it; a national figure of the

magnitude of Jabotinsky who made
J 1 is life's work the Jewish state,

however, should be buried as befits

such a man. It should be conducted

by the Israeli government in a pro-

Jewish dignitaries; Jabotinsky

should be accorded the proper

honors.

It is for this reason that I am
now writing about Jabotinsky. I

ask that Jews and all Israeli-minded

people express their opinions by

writing to this and other Jewish

publications and by writing to the

Israeli ambassador demanding that

Jabotinsky's will and last wish be

burial ground alongside other fulfilled.

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iddish Writing Since The Nazi Holocaust
By Philip Rubin
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With the end of World War II,

when it was discovered that six

million Jews, a third of the world's

Jewish population, had been mur-

dered by Germans in a slaughter

unparalleled in history, a profound

change came over Yiddish litera-

ture. Where formerly the life of a

sorely tried but still pulsating

Jewry in Eastern Europe had been

the dominate note, now the note ol

lamentation, of an epitaph for the

dead, became ever more prominent.

Not only poems, stories and articles

in remembrance of those millions

of Jews who had vanished appear-

ed in droves but also dozens of

books detailing the history, the life,

the culture, of individual Jewish

communities that had been com-

pletely destroyed.

Yiddish readers and writers felt

the terrible loss even more keenly

perhaps than other Jews, since the

majority of those who had been de-

stroyed spoke that language and

were often blood-relations of the

surviving Yiddish-speaking people.

And so it was natural that the Yid

dish periodical press and Yiddish

books should react far more strong-

ly to the Nazi holocaust than per-

iodicals and books in other lan-

guages. Even Hebrew, the official

language of the new-born State of

Israel, which came into being only

a few years after the destruction of

European Jewry, couldn't devote

as much attention to the catas-

trophe as Yiddish, since Hebrew

had to be pre-occupied with the

vital pioneering work of building

up a new country.

Just as Biblical Hebrew was the

language which the Prophet Jere-

miah naturally employed to ex-

press his lamentations over the de-

struction of the First Temple of

Solomon in Jerusalem, so Yiddish

naturally became the major vehicle

of expression for mourning what

it calls the "Third Churban"

("churban" is the Biblical Hebrew

word for total destruction, a word

that Yiddish has adopted). And to-

day while Yiddish yet mourns the

horrible blood-letting, of which the

Eichmann trial is a grim reminder,

it sees its own strength sapped by

the disappearance of the Yiddish

culture of the millions of Polish

and other East European Jews.

Even in 1938, several years be-

fore the Nazis began their whole-

sale slaughter but after they had

already destroyed German Jewry

by various methods, Jacob Glat-

stein, one of the most eminent of

contemporary Yiddish poets, of

whom Irving Howe wrote (Com-

mentary, Jan. 1958) that he "ranks

with such celebrated American

poets as Robinson and Frost," fore-

saw the Jewish catastrophe that

would come with World II. Early

that year Glatstein, up to then

known for his modernism, intellect-

uality and aestheticism, wrote a

thundering poem which had its re-

percussions throughout the Yid-

dish-reading world, which called

forth hundreds of press comments.

It was entitled "Farewell, World"

and began: "Good night, big, stink-

ing world." In disgust over the

fiendish anti-Semitism then already

raging in Germany, it called for a

return, in spirit at least, to the

ghetto, to the "kerosene lamps"

and "trailing gabardines." It was a

mood for which neither Glatstein

nor any other self-respecting Jew

in those days could be blamed,

though it was a mood which

The fates had been singularly

kind to Alfred Mordecai. Hand-
some in person, with the social

graces and easy manner derived

of a refined, cultured family well

integrated in its milieu, he nevei

knew any discriminations in the

society of the military caste. More-

over he was happily married and

father of a family. His peacetime

services packed with achievement

were recorded and reflected in the

numerous tracts, digests, manuals
and reports he wrote on military

and scientific techniques. Secure

in the estimate of his superiors as

an officer of high merit and un-

common ability, his future seemed

bright with honors and promo-

tions.

But his sky became darkened

by the same clouds that overcast

the U.S.A. and soon broke into a

furious storm. Like many another

soldier or civilian, Major Mor-

decai found himself in the quan-

dary of conflicrmg loyalites be-

tween his State and the Federal

Union. No believer in secession,

he nevertheless could not force

himself to shower deatli and de-

struction upon his native state,

the home of his happy childhood

and adolescence. He could find

no other alternative than to resign

his commission and remain in

Philadelphia. Thus ended sudden-

ly the career of a lifetime, filled

with valuable military experience.

In-

stead of an isolated ghetto, the new
State of Israel had become a mem
ber of the family of nations.

When the war was over, H. Lei-

vick (pseudonym of Leivick Hal

per), the dean and the most honor

ed of living Yiddish poets (a few

years ago he received an honorary

degree from the Hebrew Union
College - Jewish Institute of Re-

ligion) visited the former death

camps. The result of this visit was

the moving poetic volume, "In Tre-

blinka Bin Ich Nit Geven" ( I

wasn't in Treblinka) and the sym-

bolic plays, "Wedding in Fern-

wald" and "Maharam of Rothen-

berg." Leivick, ever since he had

made his impact upon the Yiddish

reading world, (unfortunately very

little of his, or Glatstein's, works or

the works of some of the other

noted Yiddish writers to be men-

tioned later has been translated

into English) had had for his main

theme suffering, which he invests

with holiness. A mystic imbued

with messianic ideas, Leivick could

see the universal, besides the strict

ly Jewish, significance of the Nazi

holocaust.

In recent years one Yiddish writ-

er who experienced the horrors of

the Ausschwitz death camp has be-

come universally known. He is the

erstwhile anonymous "Katzetnik
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No. 135633" (since he appeared at

the Eichmann trial, where he faint-

ed in the midst of his testimony,

his real name, Yehiel Dinur, has be-

come known.) His "House of Dolls,"

the story of Jewish girls whom the

Nazis forced to become prostitutes

for the German army, has been

translated into about two dozen

languages. A film based on the

book is now being made in Italy

and in London a stage version is

being prepared. Dinur has written

other books on his experiences be-

sides "House of Dolls." By the ashes

of the dead who perished in Ausch-

witz he has vowed to devote the

rest of his life to telling their story.

Whether pure literature or not, his

raw, naked, factural horror tales

can hardly be ignored by anyone

seeking the protrait of the murder-

ous first half of this Twentieth Cen
tury.

Other distinguished living Yid-

dish writers who have neither

themselves experienced the death

camps nor written about the Third

Destruction have been affected by

the mass slaughter to the extent

that they have been engaging more

heavily in memoiristic writing than

they would have engaged had the

catastrophe not occurred. Isaac

Bashevis-Singer. known to readers

of English after three of his fiction-

al volumes were translated into the

vernacular, is one of them. In the
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columns of the "Jewish Forward,"

of whose staff he is a member, Bas-

hevis-Singer has for years been de-

scribing the former life of the Jews

of Warshaw and of other Polish

cities and towns. Instead of going

back several centuries, as he did in

"Satan in Goray," Bashevis-Singer

has ot late been concentrating his

efforts upon writing the epitaph of

the immediate past of the Jews in

Poland, an immediate past he knew

so well. His purely literary efforts,

his psychological delvings into the

nature of holiness and wickedness,

have thus — temporarily at least —

been thrust into the background.

For the call of the recent past,

which cries for its epitaph, is insist-

ent.

A second writer now engaged in

memorializing another former
great center of Jewish life, learning

and culture — Vilna — is Chaim
Grade (pronounced Grah-deh-two

syllables), poet and prose writer,

who lately was the recipient of an

honorary degree from the Jewish

Theological Seminary of America.

Grade achieved distinction as a

poet before he turned to prose. He
was the most prominent member
of the "Young Vilna" writers'

group, a group that emerged al-

most on the eve of World War II.

His verse had included both lyrics

and long narratives, the latter often

interspersed with reflective pass-

ages. He was particularly gifted at

evoking the inner spiritual strug-

gles of the European Jewish genera-

tion that lived through the recent

decades. Since coming to New York

in 1948 he has been writing me-

moirs in fictional forms. A volume

of this sort, "Mein Mame's Shab-

bosim," (My Mother's Sabbaths)

received wide acclaim. Today

Grade is serializing in the "Day-

Jewish Journal," the other New
York Yiddish Daily beside the "For-

ward," his fictional memoirs of the

Jewish refugees who returned, as

did he himself for a while, to his

native Vilna after the war.

Not all of the living Yiddish

writers have been affected by the

Great Destruction to the extent

that their writings have been heav-

ily weighted with either poetic

lamentation or prose memoirs,

whether in fictional or direct form,

though they have not remained en-

tirely untouched. There is, for in-

stance, the poet Itzik Manger (pro-

nounced Mahn-ger, hard g), with-

To find 10 old people in search

ol a home for their declining

years is, alas, only too common.
But to find a home in search of 10

needy old people, that's news.

The home, a $75,000 structure

of imported marble, situated at

Ranaana, has been standing

empty for four years for lack of

suitable candidates. It was built,

equipped and is being maintained

by Dr. Samuel Zimmerman, a

wealthy, retired New York pedia-

trician who gave up his American

citizenship to come and settle in

Israel some 5 years ago.

The tenants whom Dr. Zim-

merman is waiting to nourish and

care for are aged and destitute

rabbis—without wives. Evidently

this is a category which is in short

supply, for so far apart from Dr.

Zimmerman and his wife, the

home had only one resident. The
little old rabbi who had come to

end his years there stayed long

enough to marry Dr. Zimmerman
to his present wife, and then was

taken away by his son, who had

found a wife for him.

The 63-year old financier-physi-

cian built the home for needy rab-

bis in memory of his parents who
died in New York ten years ago.

He has left sufficient money in

his will to maintain the home for

as long as Ranaana remains in ex-

istence. Deeply religious and in

tensely devoted to the memory of

his parents, Dr. Zimmerman has

thought out every detail and spar-

ed no expense in equipping the

home for traditional living with

comfort, such as his own parents

were not able to enjoy until later

in life.

The ten bedrooms have foam-

rubber mattresses, easy chairs and

private balconies for sun-bathing.

The kitchen has been stream-

lined for large scale kashrut, with

three stoves (for cooking milk,

meat and parveh foods) and two

institutional size deep freezers.

There are three Sefer Torahs in

the marble synagogue which forms

part of the home. The smart, up-

to-date mikveh, complete with

showers and a sunken marble

pool, wouldn't shame a movie star.

The cement is the only thing

in the home which comes from Is-

rael. Everything else, the building

materials, plumbing equipment,

furniture, a complete medical

clinic, came from the U.S. Dr.

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JEWS BY CHOICE
By Irene Myerson

Consider this proposition: A per-

son sincerely committed to his re-

ligion as the best answer to the

infinite and challenging problems

of life and death should seek to

persuade others of differing religi-

ous faiths — or none at all — to

accept his faith.

In the United States, Christians

generally affirm this proposition

with little or no debate. They sup-

port it both ideologically and

financially. The history of the

Christian church is in part a his-

tory of Christian missions — not

only to the heathen in culturally

retarded countries but also to the

"unchurched" in this country.

Now consider this proposition:

A Jew sincerely committed to

Judaism as the best answer to the

infinite and challenging problems

of life and death should seek to

persuade others of differing reli-

gious faiths — or none at nil — to

accept Judaism.

Well, now no, that's a different

matter, isn't it? After all, Jews are

a minority group. Let's not kid

anybody. Even if Jewish mission-

ary efforts to non-Jews were done
with the utmost of skill and tact,

they might give offense to the

Christian majority. They might

even upset the harmony that now
exists between Catholics, Protest-

ants and Jews in America.

Besides, there is plenty to be

done to make American Jews

better Jews. And, anyway, admit

ting that Judaism has an unparall-

eled vision of a Messianic era and
a system of thought and command-
ments by which mankind can achi-

eve it, why load the equally fac-

tual burdens of being a Jew on

one who — whatever his other

probems — is free of these special

burdens?

So goes the debate when the

issue of Jewish missionary efforts

arises. And come up it does, prin-

cipally because some Jews have

answered the proposition with a

strong affirmative and are practic-

ing what they preach.

The organized aspects of Jew-

ish missions to the American non-

Jew bear unobtrusive titles, accord-

ing to Rabbi Marc H. Tanen-

baum, director of Interreligious

Activities of the American Jewish

Committee. For instance, there is

the Information and Consultation

Center set up by the influential

New York Board of Rabbis, repres-

ening all three branches of Juda-

ism.

In 1959, an independent Jewish

Information Society was set up in

Chicago by a group of Orthodox,

Conservative and Reform rabbis

and laymen with the announced

goal of uniting "all the people of

the world in a commitment to the

One Universal God and the

Brotherhood of Man." Subsequent-

ly, the Society opened an office in

Los Angeles.

Prior to the establishment of

these Jewish groups, the main con-

versionist agency was the United

Israel World Union, an affiliate of

the Israeli World Union for the

Propagation of Judaism. The
American activity is a hobby of a

Jewish journalist, David Horowitz.

Probably the two most active

protagonists for Jewish missionary

efforts in the United States are

David Max Eichhorn, a Reform

rabbi, and Robert Gordis, a lead-

ing Conservative rabbi and schol-

ar. Rabbi Eichhorn has been push-
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ing a program of proselytism for

many years. He and Rabbi Gordis

have contended, in both written

and spoken addresses, that Juda-
ism was a missionary religion

throughout the Roman Empire
period. Rabbi Gordis has cited the

historian Lecky to the effect that

at one time some 2,000,000 Ro-

man citizens had been converted

to Judaism and that only the

threat of the death penalty by
the Emperor Hadrian, plus some
later Byzantine decrees, forced the

abandonment of such proslytizing.

The American Reform move-

ment has been most interested and

active in such efforts. The founder

of the movement, Rabbi Isaac

Mayor Wise, endorsed the idea in

1889. Sixty years later, Rabbi Leo

Baeck urged the World Union for

Progressive Judaism to recapture

the "mission of Judaism." In 1950,

the Central Conference of Ameri-

can Rabbis, after much urging by

Rabbi Eichhorn, established a

"committee on the Unaffiliated."

The committee was instructed "to

study practical means of extend-

out doubt the finest balladist Yid-

dish poetry has ever produced, a

poet who was tremendously pop-

ular with the Yiddish-speaking

masses in pre-war Poland. Manger,

a highly refined folk poet whose

verse lends itself easily to music,

has since the war been continuing

on the literary path he had trodden

out for himself a generation earlier.

Though a refugee himself, his writ-

ings seem not to have been influenc-

ed by the holocaust. He usually

writes in the accents of light-heart-

cdness, often in the rollicking

happy-go-lucky mood of the comic

balladeer, though sadness too can

sometimes overtake him. His tra

vesties on biblical figures, whom he

presented in the guise of latter-day

Polish Jews, speaking and acting

as such, were by some deemed

sacreligous, though actually his

simplicity of imagery reminds one

of Negro spirituals. Manger's first

book of prose, a collection of satiric

tales, has just been issued on the

occasion of his sixtieth birthday.

New York with its two million

Jews is today the leading center of

Yiddish culture, as it has been ever

since the destruction of Jewish War-

saw, and all the five leading Yid-

dish writers mentioned above now
reside in New York. However, of

late years Israel, more particularly

Tel Aviv, has also become an im-

portant center of Yiddish writing.

There a distinguished poet, Abra-

ham Sutzkever, has been residing

for a number of years. Sutzkever

fought the Nazis with the Partisan

groups in the Polish forests. He has

excelled in poetry of the holocaust,

but latterly his residence in Israel

has brought forth poems which

extol the new life in the young

Jewish State. Such Israeli Yiddish

writers as Joshua Spiegel, Mendel

Man and A. M. Fuchs also portray

the miracle of a resurrected Jewry

living on its own soil.

Thus the theme of the Third

Destruction while powerful is not

all-pervasive in contemporary Yid-

Similarly, the New York Federa-

tion of Reform Synagogues con-

ducts a course "for the preparation

of prospective converts to Juda-

ism." In 1955, Rabbi Daniel Davis,

director of the federation, said that

more than 145 men and women
had enrolled for the course during

the year.

What has all this activity pro-

duced in meeting its goals? Rabbi

Tannenbaum cites the finding ol

a survey of rabbis indicating that

some 2,250 Christians convert to

Judaism annually in the United

States. The figure includes both

those non-Jews who come into

Judaism on their own initiative as

well as those brought into the fold

by the few and modest conversion

programs. Since the sponsors of

the organized efforts are under-

standably reluctant to provide

numerical data on the results of

their programs, there is no way to

determine how many of the 2,250

come on their own initiative and

how many are converted by or-

ganized efforts.

There is some indication that

most of them come on their own
initiative but against this must oe

noted the fact that the organized

efforts are still quiet recent, and

unaggressive by design. Perhaps

this is just about all that even the

tolerant pluralistic American so-

ciety will permit.

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Woman's Eye-View

II a person is known by the com-
pany he keeps, how much more is

an organization known by the

president it elects, and in this

connection the National Council

of Jewish Women can rest easy

and well, for Mrs. Charles Hymes,
its President, most certainly does

them proud.

The wife of a doctor and
mother of two sons, Mrs. Hymes,
who hails from Minneapolis, is a

woman of great accomplishment,

and has devoted a large part of

her life in public service in such

varied fields as mental health,

educational television, and adult

literacy. When I met with this

charming lady on her recent trip

to New York, I was taken not only

by her grasp on every topic that

we discussed but also her genuine

simplicity. An attractive woman
with a straightforward manner,

she gets to the heart of a subject

right away. Having been a school

teacher before her marriage, Mrs.

Hymes has veered to educational

activities, and it is in this area

that she has most widely served

extending from the Education

Committee of the Minnesota Gov-

ernor's Advisory Council on Chil-

dren and Youth to the National

Advisory Committee for the 1961

White House Conference on the

Aging, appointed by the then Sec-

retary of Health, Education and

Welfare, Arthur Flemming.

My own choice as to which of

this vast range of endeavors to

write about was made somewhat
easier by the fact that there is a

particular activity most close to

the heart of Mrs. Hymes. This is

the field of secondary school educ-

ation in Israel.

As may not be too well-known,

Israel does not have free high

schools. So the economically bur-

dened population has a dual price

to pay when their children reach

high school age — the cost of a

high school education plus loss of

the money that the children might
otherwise earn. If it were free —
most of the people would send

their children — managing some-

how. But as it is now, usually the

strain is too great and many
children are deprived of the sec-

ondary school education which we
in America practically take for

granted.

A most compelling phase of our

Jewish heritage has always been in

the emphasis that it has placed on
education. Israel needs a free high

school education for its youth not

only for itself, but also as the

example it serves for the many un-

der-developed countries which are

its neighbors. The Israel govern-

ment is well aware of this necessity

and hopes that within a decade

this will be achieved.

In the forefront in promoting

this aim has been the National

Council of Jewish Women with its

John Dewey School of Education

of Hebrew Universty, Israel's only

school for the traning of high

school teachers, and the Hebrew

University Secondary School,

where education and student

teachers experiment. The prob-

lems confronting them have been

enormous, what with an inadequ-

ate out-of-the-way building and

the approximately 70 languages

coming from the diverse immigra-
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tion as well as culture ranging

from the most highly civilized to

the most highly backward. The
situation might compare to the

United States at the turn of the

century except, of course, for the

the difference in the size of the two

countries.

Recognizing this great need, the

Council, sparked by its indefati-

gable President, Mrs. Hymes, has

for the first time in its history

undertaken to raise the funds

necessary for the construction of a

new building for the Hebrew
University Secondary School. This

departure from their established

policy, however, is not really so

surprising. For The National

Council of Jewish Women has al-

ways cared deeply about providing

educational opportunities for gift-

ed young people (such as their

scholarship program in graduate

universities) and this new school,

after all, will provide greater op-

portunities for a greater number

of students than ever before.

The success this new undertak

ing achieved has been a source of

great satisfaction to Mrs. Hymes,

who played such a large role in

its development. With this new

high school, the task confronting

the Israeli Government in realiz-

ing a ires high school program

for its people has been immeasur-

ably lightened.

Mrs. Hymes, who comes by way

of her public responsibilities na-

turally, as it were, since her whole

family has always been involved in

civic affairs, says she has a very

important stake in the future. "I

have five grandchildren' 'she con-

fided "and, after all, the kind of

world they live in is very import-

ant to me."

Israel cannot be approached

with just two eyes and two ears;

it must be seen and heard with a

third—an inner eye and ear.

True, Israel is a country, but it

is more than just another country.

Israel cannot be approached with

the measure applied to countries

now coming up in Asia and Africa

or countries born after the first

World War in Europe.

Israel is idea turned fact; dream
come reality; vision, reflecting the

longing of a people; new form for

age-old content.

We know of revolutions in hu-

man history. Each upheaval has

had its positive elements; has

made its contribution to the

march of history; has helped

abolish old molds and shape new
ones; has urged man on toward

his destiny.

The revolution which took place

in Jewish life with the advent of

the state is different from all pre-

vious revolutions; in a sense it

epitomizes all other revolutions;

Jews everywhere view the mur-

der with utter helplessness; a

third of the people gone, and the

shadow of death threatens the re-

maining; despair flows, into Jew-

ish hearts.

The
rule of evil is beginning to lose

its force; it is beginning to retreat;

after five bloody years it falls pros-

trate. Jews mourn the greatest dev-

estation of all time. What next?

And from the valley of death

rises song — the greatest in all of

Jewish history.

"The greater the freedom the

greater the dissidence. We cannot

have the one without the other.

A Jewish community that attempts

to strengthen its identity by the

forcible imposition of majority

rule can't beat down this princi-

ple. Not without a policeman's

club — that it hasn't got."

Mr. Klutznick condemns the

vote taken at the 1952 assembly

of the National Community Rela-

tions Advsory Council, on the re-

solution to implement, in part, the

controversial Maclver Report.

Following the vote, the Anti-

Defamation League of B'nai B'rith

and the American Jewish Com-
mittee withdrew from NCRAC.

"The tragic breakup of

NCRAC," Mr. Klutznck writes,

"was the result of impatience. It

existed for eight years; and in 80

minutes lost its claim as a unify-

ing factor in Jewish life. This be-

cause it insisted on preemptory

action by majority vote."

Defining unity as "not a goal

(but) a state of affairs . . . and

that its "really valid product is

cooperation," Mr. Klutznick notes

the growth of 'community co-

operation" in fund raising, the

Jewish center movement, religious

education and the Presidents' Con-

ference as demonstrations of vol-

untary unity indigenous to Amer-

ican life.

On the running fight between

Prime Minister Ben-Gurion and

the American Zionist movement,

Mr. Klutznick (who tells that he

left the Zionist movement "about

30 years ago") describes the Prime

Minister's attitude as "irascibly

logical."

"To him, a Zionist movement
that does not accept as a sign of

its covenant with Israel the com-

mitment to live in Israel is an

outmoded cure in search of a new
disease."

Mr. Ben-Gurion's sentiment is

not an eccentric one, but is shared

by most Israelis, particularly the

sabras, Mr. Klutznick declares.

'The Zionists have yet to devise

a convincing rebuttal that is based

on a difference in basic principle

(with non-Zionists) rather than be-

ing like a thermostat turned to a

higher degree of warmth for Is-

rael," he says.

Nonetheless, Mr. Klutznick

adds, "the jousting between Ben-

Gurion and the reluctant Amer-

ican Zionists is intellectual sword-

play, swashbuckling in its rhetoric,

yet flagging in its conclusions.

Even if it were resolved on Ben-

Gurion's terms, it would leave the

vast majority of American Jews

where they are."

It also "seems imprudent" to re-

gard the machinery of the Zionist

movement as having outlived any

future purpose," says Mr. Klutz-

nick. He writes that in the transi-

tions of three generations, Amer-

ican Jewry, now rooted in Ameri-

can soil, "had imperceptibly con-

verted its Zionism from a political

doctrine to a romantic ideal," so

that Zionism has come to mean
many different things to many dif-

ferent Jews.

"American Zionism may now
seek the means and spirit for

inculcating new dimensions in

American Jewish life that concen-

trate on bringing the Jew here and

1 he one in Israel in closer rap-

port," he says.

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all. By whatever name, however, it

deals with reality."

Mr. Klutznick strongly chal-

lenges Prime Minister Ben-Gur-

ion's repeated assertions that only

in Israel can a Jew maintain fully

his Jewish identity.

"Is the crux of the matter Jews

living in their own state?" asks

Mr. Klutznick. "Or is it, as I

choose to believe, Jews, wherever

they are, living in freedom?

"I find Ben-Gurion's premise
*** a curious adaption in reverse

of the dual loyalty shibboleth. No
human being lives by a single

loyalty; not in Israel, not in Amer-

ica. It is in the complex of his

multiple loyalties that the life of

a free Jew is complemented and

made complete."

Discussng the Jewish commun-
ity's philanthropic programs, Mr.

Klutznick supports the purpose of

federations and welfare funds as

"useful and necessary, of pragm-

atic value, at least until something

equally unifying and still more

equitable comes along."

But he warns against "a kind

of Parkinson's law" by which

many federated funds, intended as

the agents of both contributor and

beneficiary organization, "acquire

a life, quality and aggressive vital-

ity" that overshadow the two

principals and encourage the

federated funds, as holders of the

community's purse strings, to do-

minate the life and leadership

of the community.

National agencies are caught in

a squeeze between allocations to

local groups, wholly dependent on

the federated fund, and overseas

allocations that have high priority,

Mr. Klutznck asserts.

Moreover, he adds, the federated

fund is neither ordaind nor able

to raise all the philanthropic

money available in the commun-

ity.

"This being so," he says, "in-

dependent and supplemental

campaigns, in a proper context,

are not the evils or temporary stop-

gaps that the more ardent propon-

ents of central funds believe them

to be."

His sharpest criticism, however,

is directed at a federated fund's

efforts to "control" the commun-

ity.

"The fund," he declares, "must

carry cut its role with respect for

moderation. It must control its

urge to control. It must broaden

its leadership. It must come to

understand and make adjustments

for the changing character of Jew-

ish life.

"Above all, the fund must be

guided in what it does by the most

important thing it is supposed to:

Not to manage the community's

money. To raise it."

Among other sensitive issues ex-

plored by Mr. Klutznick are Jew-

ish education; anti-Semitism and

Jewish posture in civil rights mat-

ters, including the race dilemma
of Southern Jews; and the needs

of Jewish leadership.

In the last, in a chapter titled

"Who Sits On The Dais?," Mr.

Klutznick criticizes the oligarchic

habits of Jewish leadership and

pleads for less "helter skelter" in

creating new leadership.

Quoting Harry Truman's famed

statement on political leadership

— "If you can't stand the heat get

out of the kitchen" — Mr. Klutz-

nick writes that a vast leadership

potential in Jewish life "is never

realized among personalities with

talents and first-rate minds be-

cause they are unwilling — more

exactly, uninspired or univited —
to stand the heat of the kitchen."

"By contrast, we have occupants

of leadership comfortable and

smug in their status quo chairs of

authority — they never go near the

kitchen. We also have those who
grasp for, or are pushed into,

leadership and who, lacking an in-

timate insight into Jewish hopes

and problems, can't even find the

kitchen."

Dr. Prinz points out that Christian religious spokesmen
are giving increasing recognition to the fact that "polite" anti-

Semitism leads in a direct line to the horrors of Nazism, and
that Christian traditions giving rise to contempt and hatred

for the Jew carry a major share of responsibility for anti-

Jewish prejudice. Moreover, Catholic and Protestant leaders

have decided to "do something" about it. Dr. Prinz cites a

number of actions by the Vatican in removing offensive words
and pictures that might cause anti-Jewish feelings. He points

to the participation by Protestant leaders in a "profound re-

appraisal of Christian teachings in terms of removing the nega-

tive stereotype of the Jew."
Perhaps the most heartening example of this new develop-

ment was the statement adopted last month by the Na-
tional Catholic Conference for Interracial Justice calling on
all Catholics "to work for the complete removal of anti-Semitic

prejudice where it exists in ourselves and our nation." Par-

ticularly significant was the effect of the Eichmann trial on the

Catholic group; there is a lesson here for those who doubted
that anything useful or productive would come out of the

courtroom in Jerusalem.

"The trial of Adolf Eichmann with its evocation of the
gruesome story of the Nazi years, "the statement read, "has
stirred minds and imaginations, but we do not believe that it

has been related sufficiently to our own responsibilities as

Catholics and as Americans to work for the complete removal
of anti-Semitic prejudice where it exists in ourselves and in
our nation. In countless ways we indicate we are mired in the
age-old perversity of anti-Semitism."

This is indeed a new and gratifying departure in Christian-
Jewish relations. It is one the Jewish community will welcome,
and watch.

Brotherhood Week February 18th -

The Challenge Of Brotherhood
By L. Richardson Preyer, United States District Court Judge
and President of the Greensboro Chapter, National Confer-

ence of Christians and Jews

All of us in our great country agree that we should practice

the principles of Brotherhood. Since there is no disagreement
about this, why do we have Brotherhood Week? The answer,

of course, is that our practice does not always live up to our
ideals, and it is well to have our attention recalled to the ideals

at regular intervals in order to improve our practice.

Why does our practice sometime fall short of our pro-

testations? For one thing, the universal desire for a sense of

self-importance is a stumbling block. We all want to believe

what makes us feel we are fine fellows. Mr. "X" thinks to him-
self how much more sensible he is than his neighbor "so and
so" who married a flighty wife and is always losing money. He
thinks how superior his city is to the one 50 miles away; it has

a bigger Chamber of Commerce and a more enterprising

Rotary Club and its mayor has never been in prison. Actually,

a little more familiarity with one's neighbors would dispel the

belief that one's own way of life is the only one which could
possibly work out well.

Furthermore, we accept many ancient beliefs which are
little more than superstitions without examing them. I am
sure you have heard — and trust that you don't believe — that

people born in March are unlucky, and people born in May
are particularly liable to corns. Ouch! These are derived from
Babylonian priestly lore. Aristotle — the greatest mind in man-
kind's history — is full of absurdities such as that women have
fewer teeth than men. He could have corrected this by the

simple device of having Mrs. Aristotle keep her mouth open
while he counted. He did not do so because he thought he
knew. Thinking that you know when in fact you don't is the

fatal mistake to which we are all prone.

Let us make this resolution for Brotherhood Week: to

consider always in our relations with our fellow man that we
may be mistaken or that our self-esteem is being flattered by
some view we hold. Then opinions and ways of life contrary to

our own should not arouse our anger, even though we don't

accept them for our own use.

Finally, we should remember that Brotherhood is not just

a mild virtue, something that is pleasant but not necessary to

have, but it is fundamental to our Democratic beliefs. A speech

of Justice Felix Frankfurter, printed in his book, Of Law and
Men, points this out. He was speaking at the ceremonies at

Aaronsbury, Pa., celebrating the 150th anniversary of the

gift by Aaron Levy, an outstanding citizen of Revolutionary

days who founded the town, of the land on which was built the

Salem Evangelical Lutheran Church: "All the devices of

political machinery — parties and platforms and votes — are

merely instruments for enabling men to live together under
conditions that bring forth the maximum gifts of each for the

fullest enjoyment of all . . . least hampered by the accident of

personal antecedents and most regardful of the intrinsic quali-

ties of men. For nature plants gifts and graces where least ex-

pected . . . we are thus engaged in the most difficult of all arts

— the art of living together in a free society." Living together

in a free society is difficult. It is comfortable to live without

responsibility and simply act as one pleases and humor one's

prejudices. But Democracy involves hardship — the hardship

of the unceasing responsibility of every citizen. "Democracy,"

Justice Frankfurter continues, "is always a beckoning goal —
not a safe harbor. For freedom is an unremitting endeavor,

never a final achievement. That is why no office in the land is

more important than that of being a citizen. The citizen must

be both a saint and a hero." He might have added, in Brother-

hood Week — and on every day of the year.

Ben Gurion At 75
Readers of these columns will readily recognize the face

that we do not always see eye-to-eye on the views of David Ben
Gurion, once again Prime Minister of the State of Israel. We
have never hesitated to voice our differences, and yet, in every

such instance we have always given Mr. Ben Gurion full credit

for all of his virtues, and the many contributions he has made
to the development of his country.

Mr. Ben Gurion has recently celebrated his 75th birth-

clay, a milestone in the life of any man. It may not have been
for him as happy a birthday as some previous ones. In the year

that has elapsed since his last natal day, there were signs that

his influence was on the wane, as evidenced by the loss in

Knesset representation that his party suffered in the last elec-

tion in Israel. But he is once again at the helm of a coalition

cabinet and he is without a doubt still the outstanding indi-

vidual figure in Israel. 1

We are reminded in this connection of a paragraph thai-

appeared not so long ago in the Reader's Digest. This said,

"After the announcement of Ben Gurion's resignation as

Israel's Prime Minister — for the ninth time — an Israeli

visitor was asked if this meant Ben Gurion's retirement from
politics. 'Not at all,' he replied. 'It has the same significance as

those 'Going Out of Business' signs along New York's Seventh
Avenue — a chance for him to unload some stock he doesn't

want, hire new men and make a different contract with the

union'."

Under Ben Gurion's leadership Israel has gone far, but,

as he himself said in his memorable Madison Square Garden
speech, opening the Israel Bond drive, "we must do in a few
years what other countries require generations for." Ben
Gurion is a man in haste, like the laborer who treks to his

work early in the morning with steps of rejoicing knowing
that the task is huge and the day is short.

There is more to be done and Ben Gurion knows this

best. The finest tribute we can pay Ben Gurion on his birthday

is to dedicate ourselves toward furthering our friendship for

the people of Israel.

icle she had read a recent column

of mine in which I said, in effect,

that we Jews of the U.S.A. kept on

being strictly American, even

though at times it has been sug-

gested by Mr. Ben-Gurion that,

after all, we all belong to the

land of Israel . . . a-way over there.

Mrs. Laner is saying: "I disagree

with your basic assumption that

what Mr. Ben-Gurion says has had

no effect upon us as Americans of

the Jewish faith. The confusion of

Jews and Israelis has been promul-

gated by Mr. Ben-Gurion, and

many Americans have responded

to the confusion. Many feel there

is a bi-national loyalty among the

Jews, and as long as any person has

this confusion I feel there is reason

for a 'fuss'."

Mrs. Laner thinks well of me
for my having said in this column;

"I feel sure that my grandchildren

will grow to ripe old age as men

and women who have remained

worthy citizens of the U. S. and

who know Judaism as a way of

good life."

And Mrs. Laner goes on to say:

"'The only difference between our

views is that you are sure and I'm

hopeful." She means to suggest . . .

as I guess . . . that maybe I feel too

sure that all of us will keep on
being worthy Americans, without

any feeling that maybe we're Is-

raelis too.

She speaks up for "clarification

and constant reiteration that Mr.

Ben-Gurion does not speak for

Jews, but that he speaks as an

Israeli for the Israelis. I write this

so that you will know that there

are many of us Americans of Jew-

ish faith who want nothing said

that muddies the idea that we are

such. I hope that you as spokes-

man, who reach many through

your column, will feel the neces-

sity to make a 'fuss' when state-

ments are made anywhere that

create the idea that we are Jews

in exile and that we have allegi-

ance to any foreign state."

I reply: Dear Mrs. Laner: I my-

self keep on being American and

Jew, regardless of any suggestion

that as Jew I belong to the Israelis

... as fellow-citizen of theirs over

in Israel.

Not that I don't feel full respect

for the land of Israel and its people

who have done so much already

to make a good land of their coun-

try .. . land of freedom, of justice

and of hope toward a good econ-

omy. Yes, some of the money I pay

out toward Jewish welfare goes to

that end, and I delight to be a

contributor toward the welfare

of a nation other than our own.

I delight in Israel's progress

even as I delight in the social pro-

gress of other nations in the world.

I know Israel's inhabitants not as

fellow-countrymen but as one of

the peoples that are hoping to con-

tribute something toward making a

much better world out of this

maybe.

For that reason I can never feel

myself to be a stranger to that far-

off land of Israel . . . just as I feel

kin toward other nations which

try hard to be of some good to

their inhabitants. Of course, I

also know Israel as the land of a

lot of my religious kinsmen who

recite the same prayers I do in the

synagogue. We speak the same

words to God.

But, nationally, Mrs. Laner,

you and I, and, I guess, all of us
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who are Jews religiously, keep on

being deeply and thankfully Amer-

ican. Yes, if I were to speak religi-

ously of America at all, I should

say that this country has tried to

live up somehow to the goodness

of our old Testament. Not that it

has always succeeded in this;

there's still so much room for

improvement in the ways of this,

our land. But, anyway, it keeps

on being the best of all the coun-

tries in a world which in many

spots is just too horrible to contem-

plate.

Yes, when I say that this Amer-

ica of ours has tried to live up to

the goodness which our Old Testa-

ment commands, I am thinking

particularly of what the prophet

Micah says in our Old Testament.

(I have quoted him quite often as

my favorite Old Testament spokes-

man.) He's the one who said:

"What doth the Lord require of

thee but to do justly, to love mercy

and to walk humbly with thy

God."

That is of the essence of our

religion and as I glance over

American history, I get the idea

that America has tried to live by

what Micah commanded . . .

though at times has fallen short.

But, anyway, it's a land that tries

to be better and better . . . and

thus lives up to my idea of what

Judaism is all about. (And, in

fact, its ideals also respect that

ideal of the Jew named Jesus who
spoke the Golden Rule.)

So, Mrs. Laner, I hope that this

column meets up to your own high

ideal, of the meaning of being

American and Jew; though, as I've

already suggested here, I delight

in observing that the Jewish citi-

zenry of Israel is trying to live up

to the same Micah idea by which

we Americans have tried to keep

our own country going righteous-

iy-

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Instrument of Jewish Revival
Post-War European Jewry Builds for The Future

Sixteen years after the end of

World War II, Jewish communi-

ties in free Europe are on the road

to strengthening their institutions

and organizations and creating

new instrumentalities that make

for stability and progress in the re-

building of Jewish life. Jews in

Europe are no longer on the move.

The D.P. camps have long since

been emptied. The migration to

Israel from Europe has become a

trickle; a small number may con-

tinue to find their way to America.

The general impression that one

gains is that the surviving Jews

in Europe have decided to build a

future existence where they are.

There are today roughly one mil-

lion Jews in the free countries of

Europe of whom 450,000 are in

Great Britain, 300,000 in France

and the remainder, numbering

250,000, in 17 other countries.

In numbers, many of the sur-

viving communities are small, but

they are not ready to be written

off. Among these groups are old,

well established communities, rich

in tradition and notable achieve-

ments in Jewish learning and cul-

ture. They constitute the frame-

work for the absorption of the

more recent arrivals in their midst,

many of whom have begun to par-

ticipate actively in the prevailing

communal life, sometimes infusing

a heartening freshness and vigor to

the pattern of community organi-

zation.

Adjustments are, of course, not

easy. It takes time to bridge the

deep rooted cultural differences,

Jewish outlook and the influences

of national background, especially

between the age-old traditions and

ways of communal living that pre-

vail among the settled West Euro-

pean Jewries and the new-comers

from East European and Central

European lands. Nevertheless, there

are compelling forces that make
lor progress in the direction of uni-

fying effort, if not in hastening the

processes of cultural homogeneity.

Perhaps no other organized ef-

fort of the European Jewish com-

munities expresses so clearly the

determination to rebuild Jewish

life as the almost spontaneous de-

mand for the establishment of

Jewish Community Centers and

Jewish Youth Centers (YM-

YWHAs). Except in a few instances

there has been little outside stimu

lation to establish these institu-

tions. Jewish communities have ar-

rived at the decision to build Com-
munity Centers quite intuitively,

and out of their desire to tackle, in

a fundamental and quite obvious

way, the problems of Jewish sur-

vival.

The motivations are clear. In

the first place they feel the need

for a physical structure that will

symbolize, in a way that all will

understand, the existence of a func-

tioning, dynamic Jewish commu-
nity—in short, an official "ad-

dress." Secondly they wish to pro-

vide the facilities that will attract

Jewish children and youth to an

environment that is postively Jew-

ish, one in which they can form

Jewish associations and friendships

—a hopeful counter to the influ-

ences making for assimilation, in

termarriage and the attractions ol

the street. Third, these are the prac-

tical necessities of providing offices

and meeting facilities for existing

Jewish organizations and for pub-

lic gatherings. There is a strong

feeling that the lack of a home oi

their own perpetuates instability

and homelessness, and makes it dif-

ficult to assure continuity of the

very existence of Jewish organiza-

tions.

The expressed need for a Jew-

ish Community Center stems also

from the desire to unify the vari-

ous elements of the community,

especially where cooperation is pos-

sible in work of common interest.

JvvreiicJJ^ /AGENT

sidered to have the potential pow-

er of stimulating cohesiveness and

breaking down misunderstandings

by providing a program of wide

appeal. For the same reasons, Cen-

ters readily adopt policies that will

encourage membership and partic-

ipation of individuals and groups

from all walks of life and with di-

verse purposes and interests — in

short, an "open door" policy.

There is evidently also, especial-

ly in the smaller and some inter-

mediate communities, a rather

indefinable influence that argues

lor the creation of a Jewish Com-
munity Center — namely the psy-

chological need for security that

comes from housing all organized

Jewish activity under one roof.

This seems particularly true of the

places that were over-run and oc-

cupied by the Germans or to which

refugees have returned from hid-

ing or the concentration camps.

This is probably a temporary

phase in the new life of the sur-

viving communities, but for the

moment it is real.

A strong argument is made by

local groups that, as a matter of

self-respect and dignity, the Jew-

ish community should house its

activities in a modest structure that

nevertheless conforms to the archi-

tectural standards of civic institu

tions in the city. They explain that,

as citizens, they feel that the status

of the Jewish group requires their

full participation in civic affairs

and in civic or patrotic observances,

in a manner that would reflect

creditably on the Jews and en-

hance their feeling of security.

There is no single pattern of

Community Center in these new
efforts. In fact, the term is rather

elastic as employed by local groups.

In a sense the Community Center,

except in the few larger Jewish

communities of continental Eu-

rope, is a sort of catch-all, or "tent"

to cover all of the generalized

communal needs—religious, educa-

tional, cultural, social welfare

services and the facilities for the

administration of communal af-

fairs. Some Centers even provide

for apartments for aged people,

for the families of the local rabbi

and teacher. The Center is the

meeting place of Jewish groups, the

place to go to get help, to discuss

communal problems, to meet the

leaders and officials of the com-

munity.

Where the Center is part of the

synagogue structure, or on the same

premises as the synagogue, the

Center facilities, and to some ex-

tent the program, are generally

under the control of the central

body of the community. In the

larger cities, the pattern of the au-

tonomous Jewish Community Cen-

ter, as we know it in the United

States and Canada, is emerging.

Jewish Community Centers and
youth organizations of the YM-
YWHA type have been in exist-

ence in a few European countries

since before the war. In England,

the Jewish Settlement House and
the Youth Club (often a Center)

have a long and honorable history

A little over thirty years ago they

banded together to form a nation-

al organization, Association for

Jewish Youth, similar to the Na-

tional Jewish Welfare Board in

the United States. The A.J.Y. is

under the direction of a profes-

sional staff which provides general

supervision and program assist-

ance to over 150 units in various

parts of England. In Denmark.

Sweden, Norway and Finland, the

Scandinavian Jewish Youth Federa-

tion with about 20 units has

served as a representative, overall

body, for over thirty years. It is

entirely under voluntary direction

but its leaders give time and much
effort to a year-round inter-organi-

zational program, climaxed by an

annual summer encampment for

volunteer leaders, followed by a

week-long congress devoted to dis-

cussions of common problems and

the planning of the year's work.

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JUDAISM AND THE G. I. WIFE

Shortly after Passover, seven-

wives of Jewish GIs met in the

office of the Jewish Chaplain at

Fort Campbell, Ky. With them was

a representative of the Women's
Organizations' Division of the

National Jewish Welfare Board.

Their purpose—to organize a Jew-

ish 'Women's Association on the

base.

With one or two exceptions the

women were very young—a few in

their late teens, most of them in

their twenties. Many had young

children. The majority had never

belonged to a Jewish organization

and had little or no knowledge of

Jewish religion, customs or cere-

monies. Without exception, they

felt a very deep need to learn more
about their faith; they especially

wanted to find ways of educating

their childrn Jewishly and main-

taining a Jewish home within the

military environment.

This scene was duplicated at

thirteen other military installations

throughout the country. It was

part of the Jewish leadership

training program which the JWB
Commission on Jewish Chaplaincy

had undertaken at the request of

the Department of Defense. To
meet the needs of the servicemen's

wives it was decided to hold sep-

arate sessions for the women at

which an attempt would be made
to organize them into a Jewish

Women's Association or to

strengthen the organization where

it existed. At the same time, prob-

lems of Jewish home life, holiday

celebration and religious education

of their children were discussed.

A number of groups were or-

ganized as a result of these visits

Others already in existence were

strengthened. Moreover, a survey-

undertaken in conjunction with

this program brought to light the

existence of a large number of

Jewish Women's Associations at

military posts around the world,

—pointed up their needs and prob-

lems, and most important, stressed

the need for this type of group at

military bases.

A recent letter from a chaplain

pointed up some of the needs ol

Jewish women in the military.

"For Pesach, I was sent by the Air

Force to Lajes Field in the Azores,"

the chaplain wrote. "There, I met

a group of Jewish women, depend-

ents of Air Force personnel, who
are thirsting for some literature oi

Jewish interest. They are stranded

on an island in the middle of the

Atlantic and would greatly appre

ciate material for study and infor-

mation on Jewish life." This desire

for Jewish knowledge is wide-

spread and is one of the chief rea-

sons for the organization of the

Jewish Women's Associations.

The needs of Jewish women at

military installations are particular-

ly acute today. Statistics show that

for every two men in the Armed
Forces there are three dependents

living with them on or near the

base. Most military installations

are far from cities and even farther

from centers of Jewish population.

The young wives, many of whom
are facing their first experiences

serves as an extension of the pro-
gram of the Commission on Social
Action of Reform Judaism, consist-
ing of the Union of American He-
brew Congregations and the Central
Conference of American Rabbis.
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^ in homemaking and motherhood
" in these military settings, do not

have the benefit of association

either with their own families or

with other young Jewish women
that they would have in civilian

life. The problem of creating a

Jewish home becomes more intense

because they must cope with it

alone. Thus, the Jewish Women's
role in providing the opportunity

for a discussion of problems, an

exchange of ideas and a means of

learning.

Among the most successful pro-

grams sponsored by these groups

have been model Sedorim, discus-

sions of the holidays, Bible study

groups and Hebrew classes. Be-

cause of their interest in the reli-

gious education of their children,

these groups have been helpful in

maintaining the religious school

on the military post. At Fort Sam
Houston, the Women's Group set

up a Sunday School for their chil-

dren, and for any other Jewish

children from the surrounding

area who were interested. In many
cases, the women provide some fi-

nancial support for the school. In

Orleans, France, they provide gifts

for Bar Mitzvah as well as ma-

terials for the religious school.

Parties and other celebrations for

the school children fall within the

purview of these groups.

The women are generally active

at holiday seasons, sponsoring Ha-

nukah parties, Simchat Torah

celebrations and Purim carnivals,

and serving at the Passover Seder.

In some instances, they work with

JWB Armed Services Committees

from nearby communities in prep-

aration for these celebrations. A
few groups run Judaica gift shops,

both as a means for raising funds

and for providing ritual art ob

jects, Jewish books and records for

their own homes as well as for

gifts. The women have often

served as a telephone squad for the

Jewish chaplain in stimulating

chapel attendance and publicizing

other religious programs.

The women's group in the mili-

tary situation finds many prob-
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lems unknown in civilian life. The
constant movement of the military

population means continual change

in membership and especially in

leadership. The youth, lack of or-

ganizational experience, and gen-

erally the absence of religious

background among the members
make it difficult to plan and sus-

A PENFUL OF INK FOR LIBERTY
Once upon a time, many ages

ago, there was a land which was

born in liberty. Every dweller of

the nation was a free citizen and

the people prided themselves upon
their heritage, upon the noble tra-

dition of their independence. The
king of this land exulted as he

viewed the happiness of his people

and he swore that he would never

dim their happiness. He would

ever increasingly enlarge their al

ready complete freedom so that

they would never have a care or a

worry .He would assure that his

people have no wants or anxieties

and he would provide for them

from cradle to grave, and for any

emergency in between.

The king wished the record of

this inordinate freedom to be for-

ever written not only in the pages

of his annals, but upon all the

monuments of stone, upon all the

structures of steel, upon the pave-

ments of the highways, in the soil,

and in the mines. For this purpose

a special pen would be required.

American Notables 1802

JACOB I. COHEN OF RICHMOND
By Harry Snmcmhoff

Pennsylvania at its worst in 1773

was immeasurably more inviting

than Germany at its best. Other-

wise there would be little sense for

Jacob I. Cohen to forsake his Bav

arian hometown Oberdorier. In

Lancaster the 29 year old immi-

grant began trading with the In-

dians. But as the war moved closer,

they became less friendly. Forced

gradually out of their hunting

grounds by the encroaching colon-

ists, the Red men sensed a larger

advantage in siding with the Bri-

tish, who at least promised to con-

fine the white settlements east ol

the Alleghaneys.

With no good prospects in sight,

Jacob left Lancaster and drifted

south to Richmond, still a small

town even if it displaced Williams-

burg as capitol of Virginia. Isaiah

Isaacs, the only Jew to settle there,

welcomed him and held out ex-

pectations for some joint ventures

Cohen however wandered on as

far as Charleston. Here he found

his coreligionists filled with patrio-

tic fervor. About 27 had enlisted

in Capt. Lushington's company of

fifty, and caused it to be called the

"Jew Company."

Jacob Cohen also joined this

brigade and fought in the battle

of Beaufort under General Moul-

trie. He acquitted himself credita-

bly enough to earn from his com-

mander Richard Lushington the

certificate of merit: "Jacob I.

Cohen enrolled himself with me
on his arrival from the northward

here, and has been with me a

volunteer on ye expedition to

Beaufort, and has in every respect

conducted himself as a good sol

dier and man of courage."

General Lincoln then took over,

tried to retake Savannah and fail-

ed in that "forlorn hope." He then

had to defend Charleston. With
the capture of that important port,

the British took Jacob Cohen pri-

soner and illtreated him with the

other Americans on their prison

ship Torbay. The prisoners were

released on condition that they

leave the Charleston vicinity.

Jacob found his way to Philadel-

phia, the national capital and the

only Jewish community left intact

by the war.

Yorktown soon ended active

fighting. Romance came to the 38

year old veteran when he saw the

widow of Moses Mordecai. Eliza-

beth Whitlock was an English

Christian girl in her teens when

she married a man twice her age;

she became a good Jewess and fol-

lowed him to the new world. Jacob

determined to marry the widow

even if she had three children. Un-

expectedly, they tangled with the

ancient Levitical law that forbade

a priest (Cohen) to marry a prose-

lyte. Either Jacob was not sure ol

his descent from the Aronides or

did not think it mattered too

much. Others took a similar view

and synagogue politics boiled the

issue into a bitter controversy. The
junta wrote to its chazan-rabbi,

Gershom M. Seixas, under no cir-

cumstances to perform the cere

mony. But love, which according

to story tellers laughs at bolts and

bars, found a way. They were

married. How? We don't know. It

is easy to imagine presenting a ring

and saying the 10 word Hebrew

formula, followed by a civil cere

mony. The marriage proved hap-

py, and Esther (Elizabeth) Cohen

remained a great favorite in Jew

ish circles.

While in Philadelphia, Jacob

Cohen had a visit from a member
of the Continental Congress who
was financially quite embarrassed.

Cohen readily advanced 50 pounds

to the youthful representative from

Virginia, little dreaming that the

borrower, James Madison, would

one day become the fourth Presi-

dent of the United States.

Finding his way back to Rich-

mond, Jacob Cohen formed a part-

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nership with his friend, the pione-

er Isaiah Isaacs. The firm of Cohen

and Isaacs traded in general mer-

chandise and tobacco, the stable

commodity that held up best dur-

ing the war. They had houses,

slaves, and Bird in Hand, probably

the oldest tavern in Richmond.

They owned land in about six

counties, and took long chances

speculating on tracts in Great Dis-

mal Swamp, thereby following the

examples set by the founders of

the republic, including George

Washington himself.

After the war, Congress gave

away much land to the soldiers. A
brisk trade arose in these lands as

well as with warrants for much
larger tracts. When Cohen and

Isaacs hired a gaunt, weather beat-

en frontiersman wearing a coon

skin cap and leather jerkin, they

had no idea that their agent, a

Colonel Daniel Boone, would be-

come an immortal. They advanced

him six pounds, gave him the war-

rants, with instructions to locate

the lands. The Boone receipts for

cash and warrants were duly filed.

Evidently neither partner was too

skilled in written English, for on

the back of the Boone paper ap-

pears a notation in poorly spelled

Yddish: Resit fun Kornel Bon far

1 0,000 agir lanit. Again they em-

ployed Daniel Boone to survey

lands in Kentucky several miles

south of what is now Cincinnati.

Colonel Boone sent in his bill for

22 pounds, and judging by the

spelling on the accompanying

note, the daring trail blazer's En-

glish was little better than his em-

ployer's Yiddish.

As time went on Cohen prosper-

ed and opened a bank. Possessing a

feeling of public responsibility, he

served a number of terms on the

grand and petit jury, and as a

magistrate. When Colonel Bush-

rod Washington, nephew of the

president, moved away in 1795

leaving a vacancy in the city coun-

cil, the remaining councillors

promptly elected Jacob I. Cohen

to fill the office.

On Aug. 24, 1789 Jacob Cohen
took the lead in organizing the

first synagogue in Virginia. The
majority of the members were Ash-

kenazim, yet they followed the pat-

tern set in the other five congrega-

tions of the young republic and

adopted the Portugese-Spanish

ritual. Beth Sholome started func-

tioning in time for two historic

participations. It celebrated the

first Thanksgiving Day at the re-

A New Jewish Wave
Hits Marseilles
By George Schreiber

A new school, like a work of

artistic creation, expresses in tan-

gible form a profound impulse or

idea. In the case of the ORT
school that is shortly due for com-

pletion in Marseilles, the impulse

is a population explosion that has

leap frogged the number of Jews

from 4,000 to 40,000 in the last

decade and a half.

This Mediterranean port city

has probably had Jews since its

beginnings as a Phoenician settle-

ment in 600 BCE. There was al-

ways an air of freedom about the

city and Marseilles was a haven

for Jews throughout the blackest

years of the Middle Ages. The
modern Jewish settlement, how-

ever, dates from the raising of dis-

criminatory barriers at the time

of the French Revolution of 1789

and the emancipation that follow-

ed.

During the Second World War,

Jews from many parts of Europe

made their way to Marseilles to

escape the Nazis. From there, it

was but a short route to Free French

soil in North Africa. The city be-

came for a time a beehive of Jew-

ish organizational activity. Many
welfare agencies made it their

headquarters. When the German
occupation compelled ORT to

abandon its offices in Paris, for

example, it re-established itself in

Marseilles.

Just prior to the war, there

were some 2-3,000 Jews in the city.

But with the war's end, a new

migration wave hit French shores

from Algeria, Tunisia and Moroc-

co, including large numbers of

Jews, since such a movement from

North Africa was unrestricted.

There exist no positive records as

to how many arrived, but they

came in such numbers as could

not be harbored in the old Jew-

ish quarter in the port area. They
occupied housing wherever it

could be found. Today, there are

at least 15 new centers of Jewish

settlement.

One of the great mercantile

centers of the Mediterranean, Mar-

seilles always had a conglomerate

population, which was reflected in

the Jewish community by the

large number of Levantine, Turk-

ish, Spanish and other Jews. The
new wave is different, however.

There are some small shopkeep-

ers and artisans among these North

African Jews, but in the main

they are the extremely poor, the

unskilled, the dwellers of the mel-

lahs, often barely literate, among

whom families of eight and ten

children are not uncommon.

Three and four generations may

be found living under one roof.

By and large, they tend to cluster

together, duplicating the mellah

pattern of life.

Yet this is France. The reason

for immigration is chiefly ecp-

nomic opportunity and self-im-

provement. The first necessity

common to all is to find work. To
do so it is first important to ac-

quire the skills, without which all

but the lowest paid jobs are un-

attainable. Hence, the Jewish vo-

cational training of ORT assumes

top significance.

Already, in 1945, on the heels

of the Liberation, ORT had open-

ed vocational training classes in

Marseilles, chiefly for refugees.

For a time, a maritime school was

operated. In recent years, the stu-

dent body has been predominant-

ly North African.

tain a program. The military

caste system which frowns on

fraternization between officers and

enlisted men is equally rigid

among the women and is a much
greater obstacle in a military con-

gregation than social and eco-

nomic status ever were in civilian

communities.

Despite these difficulties, the

organization and activities of the

Jewish Women's Associations are

making a real contribution not

only among their members but also

to the communities in which they

are situated and to the Jewish

community as a whole. For these

women it provides social contact,

an opportunity for group experi-

ence in the solution of problems,

an outlet for creative energy and

participation in religious activities.

It gives them an opportunity to

know and eventually to respeci

women with vastly different back

ground and abilities. Local com-

munities have also benefited from

this influx of people with a va-

riety of backgrounds. Often the

women have been invited to par-

ticipate in the activities of local

organizations. Occasionally when

the neighboring Jewish commu-
nity was very small, local women
joined with the women from the

military community, to organize

the Jewish Women's Association.

But the greatest good will accrue

to the Jewish community of the fu-

ture, which will inherit a trained.

Jewish literate, sophisticated mem-
bership.

Because the American military

establishment will remain large

and dispersed around the world

for many years, the National Jew-

ish Welfare Board is taking full

advantage of this unique oppor-

tunity to help inspire, educate and

train these tens of thousands ol

young Jewish women through the

support of their religious activities

at military posts so that when they

return to their home communities

they will be a major asset to all

Jewish organizations.

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Woman's Eye-View I

By Marianne Zeitlin §

For several months now I have

been wanting to write a column
about the Eichmann trial — as a

matter of fact on several occasions

I have started to do so. But always,

the sheer, grim horror of the affair

grips me and I put it aside and

turn to lighter topics. Yet I feel

guilty about it, for I suspect it is

this kind of escape which must

have contributed to the incredible

unpreparedness of the Jews who
were eventually annihilated by the

Nazis. So with this disquieting

thought I have steeled myself to

my task and, for what it is worth,

will have my say about this trial.

What comes to my mind first

as the final proof of the diabolical

cunning of Eichmann is the fact

that while he was triumphantly

proclaiming, at Hitler's side, a

Third Reich to last one thousand

years, privately he was already be-

ing careful about putting his

signature to incriminating docu-

ments just to play it safe. So much
for the great integrity he claimed

to have for his principles when he

was sputtering in his own defense.

However, Eichmann himself

really does not concern me any-

more. There is no real solace to be

gotten whatever his "final solu-

tion" is to be. There is no punish-

ment adequate to a man who
perfected his railroad timetables

with such zeal so that his "efficien-

cy" cost the lives of countless mil-

lions. We must learn to live with

the knowledge of the terrible tale

which he helped to create and try

to extract from it whatever guid-

ance we can for the future. Pain-

ful thought that it is — there are

still plenty of would-be-Eichmanns

in our midst.

"Even in death you could tell

the families, all holding hands."

Such was the sworn testimony of

S. S. Officer, Lieut. Kurt Gerstein

of the extermination process that

went on at Belsen Concentration

Camp from which no survivors re-

mained. And in Treblinka, the

street which housed the gas cham-

bers where 750,000 Jews were ex-

terminated was called Himmel
Weg (Paraidse Way) . . .

How I would like to ram this

testimony down the throats of the

proponents of prejudice, apart-

heid, segregation, from the punks

of the Neo-Nazi movement to the

respectable citizens of the John

Birch Societies, the whole rotten

crew. For this is the conclusion of

the road that they have chosen —
no matter how seemingly innocent

it is at the start.

At the beginning of the trial,

the Israelis were somewhat aghast

with the "sheeplike" quality with

which so many of the Jews went

to their deaths. But with the Nazi

motto of "Break the mind; break

the spirit; break the body" who

can presume to judge? By the

time they were being fed into the

gas ovens, the Nazis had already

accomplished their purpose. How
much resistance can a body fed

on potato peels for years show?

How much spirit? How much

mind?

In life's autobiography of Eich-

mann, he states that, at the be-

ginning, the Nazis first thought

of emigrating the Jews. But when

they saw — God help us — how

easy it was to murder them and

solution." Had these Jews not been

indoctrinated from birth to expec!

the worst from the Anti-Semites;

had they not been indoctrinated

to feel that there was a more just

world beyond, thev might have
struck out for life right here and
now.

Of course there is danger in

over-simplification — but it is a

fact that most of the survivors

from this era were the ones who
saw the handwritisg on the wall

and packed up their bundles and
fled.

Nor were the Allies blameless

in this ghastly affair. Never mind

Eichmann was trying to bargain

i ,000,000 Jews for military equip-

ment there was no land ready to

take these hapless victims. It is to

their everlasting shame that when
they were begged repeatedly to

bomb the railroads carrying the

doomed Jews and to bomb the

camps themselves, they ignored

these requests. How many ihou-

sands of tons of bombs were mis-

lired over Germany, yet not a

bomb could they afford to blast

these barbaric blights on the lace

of the earth to kingdom come.

Today man stands on the

threshhold of new worlds to con-

quer, but the testimony that was

revealed in that sombre Jerusalem

courtroom suggests that the ulti-

mate in bestiality and depravity

has already been readied. Before

we close the book on history's

most monstrous dime let us rec-

ognize that lesson repeated 6,000,-

000 times over, that inaction and

tolerance of brutality is the breed-

ing ground of greater brutality.

The State Depatrment has ad-

vised Sen. Kenneth Keating of

New York that while the United

States is "deeply concerned" about

Soviet anti-Semitism, it finds it

"difficult to contribute to the di-

rect soluton of the problam of

minorities in a territory where the

Soviet Government exercises full

control."

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Sifting With A Heart

In our hands were the applica-

tions for the 1961 scholarships.

To the casual eye they were merely

a batch of forms, painstakingly

filled out in foreign-looking hand-

writings. But to us — the Scholar-

ship Committee of the National

Council of Jewish Women — they

were much more. Behind each

letter was a story — often a de-

sperate story — and a yearning to

study, to learn, to serve.

We coidd make some of those

stories come true — 14, to be exact

— out of the dozens who had ap-

plied. In doing so, wc would

change 14 lives. These 14 would

touch countless others — children

in schools and institutions, immi-

grants, people with tangled lives

turning to social agencies for help,

teachers who would some day be

trained in seminaries and colleges.

Many of the names of the ap-

plicants had an exotic ring. Gin-

ette T. of Tunisia. Irena S. a social

worker in Greece. Marcel M. who
worked in the "Mellah," the Moro-

ccan Ghetto.

Most of the requests came from

Israel where even now Council

scholarship alumni hold many of

the highest post in education and

social welfare. Council scholar-

ships are one of the most sought-

after prizes in Israel today.

One of the Assistant Directors

General of the Israel Ministry of

Education and Culture, Samuel A.

was among the applicants this

year. He was one of five in educa-

tional adminstration. There were

a number in special education, not

to mention the wide array of social

workers. How choose among them?

Of course, the Screening Com-
mittee in Israel had forwarded us

their recommendations. We studied

the data closely and then started

to ask questions.

Is this a direction

in which Israeli education is go-

ing?

Instead of coming here, couldn't

Tamar C. get training in teaching

the deaf from the five Israelis that

Council has already trained in this

field?

All this means more correspon-

dence, more sessions — we're meet-

ing twice a week now. But you see

how it is — these applications are

more than cold administrative

forms. They speak for people —
people who are going to apply

their new skills to human lives

and problems. Who knows how
many lives Council touches

through the Overseas Scholarships?

quest of the Federal, authorities.

Jacob Cohen utilized the occasion

to compose a prayer for the success

of the new government, also pay-

ing homage to its first President.

This frontier congregation also

joined the others in sending a let-

ter expressing their deep venera-

tion and respect to George Wash-

ington on his election as President.

When Jacob Cohen died at the

age of 79, he freed his slaves giving

a gift of $25 to each. Leaving no

children, he devised the estate to

the five sons of his younger bro-

ther who had moved to Baltimore.

He had reason to feel proud of his

relatives, the distinguished "Co-

hens of Baltimore." His nephew

and namesake, Jacob I. Cohen,

Jr., set up a bank, helped to or-

ganize the Philadelphia, Washing-

ton, and Baltimore Railroad, and

was president of the Baltimore

Fire Insurance Company. He ex-

pended strenuous efforts in getting

the General Assembly to repeal

the law that required every public

official to take the oath of a Chris-

tian. Immediately, he was elected

to the City Council of Baltimore.

Mendes I. Cohen defended Fort

McHenry in the War of 1812 and

was a director of the Baltimore

and Ohio Railroad, and a member
of the Maryland House of Dele-

gates. The first American to ex-

plore the cataracts of the Nile, he

brought back a valuable historic

collection for John's Hopkins

University. Joshua I. Cohen, a

noted scientist and physician,

specialized in eye diseases and ser-

ved as president of the Medical

Faculty of the State University. He
founded an eye and ear clinic, and

his paper on deafness published in

the American Medical Intelli

gences attracted wide attention. A
professor of minerology and geo-

logy at the University of Mary-

land, he collected rare books in

Hebraica and Judaica, and served

on Baltimore City Council. Men-

des Cohen, a noted civil engineer,

made his mark in railroading and

became president of the Pittsburg

and Connellsville Railroad. Con-

sulting engineer to the City of

Baltimore, his suggestions of a

modern sewage system were adopt-

ed. A man of many interests, in-

cluding art and history, President

Cleveland appointed him on a

board to report on a route for the

Chesapeake and Delaware Ship

Canal.

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While girls are taught the new
skills of France's recently mechan-

ized clothing industry, boys are

taught metal work, electrical in-

stallation and electronics. They
build transistors, make and repair

radios, TV sets and tape recorders.

There has been no problem of

finding employment for gradu-

ates. Quite the reverse; employers

often make bids for students long

before they complete their courses.

The school has therefore served

a vital community need—economic
integration into French life, which

in turn is the key to so many other

aspects of adjustment to a new
environment .The school lias in-

deed been far more than a voca-

tional training center.

With its inclusive curriculum

of academic as well as technical

courses, with its atmosphere of

If numbers have provided the

impulse for the new structure, the

stimulating idea has been to

broaden the scope of trades and

to enrich the educational content.

The new buildings will permit in-

troduction of sections in sheet

metal, brasswork, a whole new pre-

vocational department, a secre-

tarial school for girls and evening

sessions for adults.

Up to the present time, some 80

Jewish Community Centers have

been established or are under con-

struction or in the planning stage.

They are located in every country

of free continental Europe. In

France alone there are 30 Commu-
nity Centers in operation or in

some stage of construction. These

Centers range from a few rooms in

very small communities to substan

tial structures in larger cities, con-

taining an auditorium with stage,

kitchen, dining room, club rooms,

class rooms, library, lounges, spe-

cial activity rooms. Many are

totally new structures; others are

buildings that have been reno

vated and reconstructed to suit the

needs.

Over $5,000,000 has been in-

vested in this program; half of this

sum came from the Conference on

Jewish Material Claims Against

Germany; the odier half was pro-

vided by the local Jewish commu-
nities.

Two newly built Centers are lo-

cated in Finland; 15 in Sweden,

two in Norway and one in Den
mark. Germany has Centers in the

principal cities ,of which the Jew-

ish Community Center in West

Berlin is outstanding. In Holland

there are eight Centers; in Bel-

gium, four. There are two Centers

in Athens, one in Salonika and six

in the provinces of Greece. Yugo

slavia has three Youth Centers. In

Italy, there are Centers in Rome
and two under construction in

Florence and Milan. The larger

cities in Switzerland each have size-

able Community Centers. For the

first time in over 450 years there

are Jewish Community Centers in

Spain—in Barcelona and Madrid.

From the standpoint of program

development, adequate function-

ing of lay leadership, institution

of sound policies and the provision

of skilled staff, much progress has

been made and many problems re-

main to be resolved.

In many instances the commu
nities conceive of the Jewish Com-

munity Center as primarily a

meeting place for existing groups;

a structure which provides for the

offices of the community organiza-

tions; an auditorium where offi-

cial meetings are held; a lounge

and reading room where people

can visit in their free time; in the

small towns, it is the place where

children may come for kindergar-

ten or Jewish school activities.

Generally speaking, however,

the community is advancing to the

point of taking responsibility for

sponsoring, planning and conduct-

ing a rounded program of social,

cultural and recreational activities

on its own initiative, especially for

the youth unaffiliated with other

Jewish organizations. Existing Jew-

ish youth groups, often with lim-

ited objectives and program, are

thus afforded, as individuals, the

opportunity to broaden their inter-

ests and participation in a wider

range of activities which only the

Center as such can offer.

The leaders have come to real-

ize the budgetary implications of

a Center-sponsored program. They

look primarily to income from ren-

tals for use of rooms as the source

for meeting essential maintenance

costs and look to the central body

for deficit financing should such

income be insufficient.

The concept of a membership of

individuals of all age groups, pay-

ing annual dues, admission fees to

activities—in short—helping in the

achievement of self-support, is en-

tirely new. A notable demonstra-

tion of the feasability of this pol-

icy and made, however, during the

instance of the recently established

Centers for young adults in Paris

and Brussels.

These Centers, largely patterned

on the experience of the American

YMHA, have succeeded in attract-

ing hundreds of participating mem-

bers to a quality program of wide

variety, under professional direc-

tion. It is to be hoped that in

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gram under the direction of quali-

fied full-time and part-time staff

will find general acceptance.

The surviving Jewish commu-
nities have suffered serious losses

in experienced lay leadership,

though increasingly new leaders

have emerged who give devoted

service. In the case of a number
of Jewish Community Centers and

Youth Centers whose proper func-

tioning requires large numbers of

capable volunteers for service on

boards of directors, committees and

as leaders of group activities, the

lack of personnel is still a prob-

lem. In the occupied countries,

Jewish youth leaders were among
the conspicuous casualties of Nazi

extermination practices and of the

survivors, many of the best leaders

left for Israel.

It will take time before the pres-

ent generation of children and

teen-age youth produces sufficient

human material for dynamic lead

ership in the day-to-day activities

of Centers. Hence, the task will de

volve, in the immediate future, on

young men and young women who
can be trained for professional

direction of the work. Some help

in this direction has been made
available through scholarship

grants by the Ford Foundation for

in-service training of European

workers in the United States. This

system is now being supplemented

by in-service training programs in

Europe conducted by JDC Ameri-

can-trained experts. Such possibili-

ties now exist and will expand, as

more Centers begin to function

Jewish Revival
(Concluded from Page 27)

under qualified direction and can

serve as training centers to which

other communities can send people

selected for professional positions.

The rapid expansion of Jewish

Community Centers in Europe has

highlighted the need for technical

guidance in problems of organiza-

tion, the planning and equipment

of facilities and in the entire range

of program. Fortunately it has

been possible during the past seven

years to create the staff and organ-

ization to provide the necessary

services, by the JDC European

headquarters staff. The efforts of

the World Federation of YMHAs
and JCCs to provide program aid,

with the cooperation of JWB, have

helped.

The work done by that organi-

zation thus far has at least demon-

strated the validity of American

experience as a guide to sound

planning for the variety of situa-

tions in the field of Jewish Com-
munity Center work in Europe. It

seems clear that the American

Jewish community, and particular-

ly the Jewish Community Center

movement, has both an opportu-

nity and a responsibility to make
the American evperience available,

especially through its resources ol

skilled manpower. In this way it

may lend practical support to the

heroic and determined effort of

European Jewry to rebuild and to

create a new Jewish life on the

ashes of the cruel devastation that

it has experienced.

Sixteen years after the war.

European Jewry has shed the gloom

of fear for its future; the night has

departed; "let us therefore put off

the works of darkness and put on

the armor of light." This is the true

meaning of all the effort of the

past decade in European Jewish

life, focused to a great extent

around the establishment of Jew-

ish Community Centers locally, in

national associations and more re-

cently in the direction of establish-

ing a European-wide organization

of Jewish Community Centers and

summer camps.

Purim—The Feast Of Lots

Although generally regarded as a minor holiday, Purium
has a cherished place in the Jewish year largely because of its

dramatic appeal. The Feast of Lots, (so called because it in-

volved casting of lots to determine the date for a mass exter-

mination of the Jews) might be called a symbolic holiday. In

all probability merely a parable, it relates the familiar story of

a threat to Jewish life, which ultimately is thwarted.

The story is of course, well known. The scene is laid some

2,500 years ago in the land of the Persians and the Medes,

approximately the Iran of to-day. There lived a number of

Jews who were descendants of the families which were once

taken captive by the king of Babylonia, but whom King Cyrus
of Persia took over when he conquered the Babylonians. Prom-
inent among those Jews was Mordecai, the Keeper of the King's

Gate—a high post in the Oriental countries of that time—and
his orphaned cousin Esther whom he had adopted as a daught-

er. For a reason we can only surmise, but not be sure of,

Mordecai instructed Esther, who developed into a charming
young woman, never to tell anybody that she was Jewish.

Next, the story says that King Ahasuerus—the king of the

Persians and the Medes—banished his queen, Vashti, for dis-

obedience and sought another queen to replace her. Esther

was taken to compete for the crown with the other pretty girls

of the country; and we read that "the King loved Esther above
all the women, so that he set the royal crown upon her head
and made her Queen." We have then Mordecai, the known
Jew. in the high post of Keeper of the King's Gate, and Esther,

the unknown Jewess, in the high post of Queen of the Palace.

So far. so good.

But a sudden turn for the worse took place in the position

of the Jews of Persia. It came with the elevation of the am-
bitious and plotting Haman to the office of Grand Vizier, or

Prime Minister, the highest post in the country, higher than
that of Mordecai. According to law, everybody had to bow and
kneel before Hainan, as being next to the king, next to a god.

But 'Mordecai could not bow before Haman, because it was
against his religion's principles to bow and kneel before a

human being as if he were God. Mordecai explained that he
meant no discourtesy to Haman and was only true to his re-

ligion, a stand which he had a right to take. It appears from the

story that there was religious freedom in Persia at that time;

and Haman could do nothing personally to Mordecai for refus-

ing to kneel before him, once it was a matter of religious

principle.

That was when Haman got the diabolical idea of destroy-

ing not only the single Jew, Mordecai, but all Jews, as an
allegedly lawless element of the population. Accordingly, Ha-
man cast lots to fix the particular date on which the Jews were
to be killed off.

Mordecai, learning of the plan, arranged for Queen Esther

to intercede for her people, and she did so with remarkable

success. Haman it was who wound up on the gallows originally

intended for Mordeacai. And once again Jews were rescued

from oblivion.

The holiday is particularly popular with the youngsters,

because it gives them an opportunity, during the reading of

the Megillah, to give vent of their feelings as only youth can.

The story is told completely in the Book of Esther, and makes

interesting reading.

At Stake—The Survival Of Judaism
Just before 1 96 1 passed into history, the head of Reform

Judaism's national fund-raising campaign sounded a warning

that was probably drowned in the rip-tide of year-end state-

ments and statistics. The warning — one that deserves the

notice of every serious member of the Jewish community —
was sounded by Irving S. Schneider of New York, Executive

Vice-Chairman of the Combined Campaign for American Re-

form Judaism.

Mr. Schneider made it plain that the training of rabbis

at the Hebrew Union College — Jewish Institute of Religion,

and the provision of central services to Reform temples by the

Union of American Hebrew Congregations will be drastically

curtailed unless Reform Jewry does much better during the

balance of the congregational year than it has done since the

year started in early September. With more than $4,122,000 to

be raised by June 30, he emphasized. Reform Jews so far have

contributed a meager $1,200,000.

Although it would seem that Mr. Schneider's warning was

intended only for Reform Jews, we believe that there are im-

plications in it for all Jews.

How is it, and why is it — we wonder — that a national

religious campaign of this kind should be so under-supported?

And if this is the case in Reform Judaism, isn't it the case as

well in Conservative Judaism and Orthodox Judaism? We have

reason to believe that it is. Neither the Jewish Theological

Seminary nor Yeshiva University are exactly being overwhelm-

ed with funds.

This brings us to a statement that was made recently by-

Rabbi Roland B. Gittelsohn of Boston. Speaking at a Dinner

of the Reform campaign, Rabbi Gittelsohn pointed out that

"despite the fantastic sums of money that American Jews are

pouring out for Jewish philanthropic causes, they are not

making a significant contribution to the survival of Judaism

as a religious civilization."

"The survival of Judaism," Rabbi Gittelsohn declared,

"depends upon synagogues, religious schools, congregational

associations and rabbinical seminaries. Unless we support these

what Buddy Hackett (he's Jewish

:a!so) said to Jack Paar that night

<on the matter of rabbis and minha

-and ma'arib. Buddy was telling

Jack about an alleged difference

between Orthodox and Reform

Judaism on the matter of knowing
all about Judaism.

As I get it, Buddy Hackett was

telling Jack Parr that he had had

a date for minha and ma'arib in

schul one day when all of a sud-

den he remembered that Hal-

loween was starting the same eve-

ning. And so what to do about

that: To go for minha and ma'arib

in schul or rather to attend a Hal-

loween party? Oh, yes it was a

problem! Pious Buddy Hackett

felt he should go and see a rabbi

on this problem. So he called first

on an Orthodox rabbi who, after

hearing Buddy spoke up: "You

ask me whether to go to minha

and ma'arib or rather to a Hal-

loween party? But Buddy, please

tell me what is this Halloween?

Of course you must attend minha

and ma'arib. What else?"

It appears that Buddy Hackett

is a broad-minded Jewish boy; so

from the Orthodox rabbi's house

he went on to a Reform rabbi to

ask him the same question . . .

"Rabbi, should I this evening ob-

serve Halloween or go rather to

minha and ma'arib in schul? What

do you say, dear rabbi?"

The Reform rabbi's head droop-

ed, deeply thinking. Then he rais-

ed it and asked, "You mentioned

minha and ma'arib . . . what's

that . . . minha and ma'arib?"

Well, some of my friends who

And another friend said.

"There's some truth in what Bud-

dy Hackett told us that night. I'm

not speaking about Reform rabbis

who 're supposed to know every-

thing, but there are a lot of others

of us who don't know minha and

ma'arib even though they're daily

occasions of Judaism. By the way,

Segal, please tell me, what's minha

and ma'arib?"

And still another said: "Segal,

why don't you bring the subject

up in your column. Maybe you

can teach something about minha

and ma'arib to us all . . . especial-

ly to us younger ones who haven't

heard of it yet."

So, in response to all this, and

in appreciation of Enddy Hackett

for bringing it up I observe minha

and ma'arib here today ... for the

first time in any Jewish column

in all of Jewish history.

Yes, minha is the daily after-

noon service in schul (it can be

recited in one's own house

though). It sings: "Happy are they

who dwell in Thy house. . . . My
mouth shall speak the praise of

the Lord . . . Thou sustainest the

living with loving-kindness, quick-

enest the dead with great mercy,

supportest the falling, healest the

sick, loosest the bound and keep-

est Thy faith to them that sleep

in the dust."

Thus we are supposed to be

with God even in the afternoon

then we're still busy with our jobs.

And then there's ma'arib . . . the

evening service, when the day's

just over. . . . "Blessed art Thou,

O Lord our God, King of the uni-

verse who at Thy word bringest

on the evening twilight, with wis-

dom openest the gates of heaven,

and with understanding changest

times and variest the seasons, and

arrangest the stars in their watches

in the sky, according to Thy will,

Thou createst day and night: thou

rollest away the light from before

the darkness, and the darkness

from before the light . . . Blessed

are thou, O Lord, who bringest

on the evening twilight."

So I hopefully introduce minha

and ma'arib to all of us who
haven't known them unto now,

and I thank Buddy Hackett for

bringing up the matter.
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The Aims Of Democracy

By The Honorable Adlai E. Stevenson

Adlai E. Stevenson, United States Ambassador to the United Nations,
delivered an address on the night of January 14th, before the Anti-Defama-
tion League of B'nai B'rith in New York city that has been enthusiastically
acclaimed as one of his outstanding pronouncements. The occasion was his
acceptance of the A.D.L. annual "America's Democratic Legacy" award,
which was televised nationally. Following is a condensation of his remarks.

THE EDITOR

Theodore Roosevelt once said:

"The most timid rabbit alive is

not afraid of a dead issue."

We are all brave enough to be

against George III and Negro
slaver). But the issues of our own
time are another matter. They
could scarcely be dreamt of when
this nation was in its first youth.

The) are fought out in theatres

as wide as the world, and extend-

ing even to the space beyond.

And they are fought out here at

home, in our public policies, our

schools and churches our syna-

gogues, at our family breakfast

tables and in our secret con-

sciences.

I will not exhaust you with one

more attempt to define democracy,

or to say what our "national goals"

should be. Democracy itself will

always defy definition just be-

cause every citizen has a built-in

right to formulate definitions of

his own.

But today democracy here at

home and around the world is

being strained and tested as never

before.

Sometime we hear the issue be-

tween communism and democracy

argued as a simple question of

efficienty. Communism, the argu-

ment runs, has singleness of pur-

pose. It can organize its forces in

line with a global startegy. It can

mobilize its whole people, send

trained agents where it will, divert

men and resources secretly into

armaments, and terrorize dissent-

ers-.

It takes full advantage of free

debate on our side of the line, but

seals off its people from our truth,

with all ts disorderly debates and

and feeds them whatever lies it

chooses.

With all these disadvantages,

crosspurposes, is democracy becom-
ing a luxury we can't afford any

more? Is it possibly true, as the

Communist leaders love to say,

that history really is on their side?

Even if you ask the question in

the terms the Communists them-

selves prefer, I think history since

1945 has already begun to give

the answer; and the answer is No.

Communism has yet to be the

popular choice of one single na-

tion anywhere on the face of the

globe. In the few places where it

has extended its control, whether

in Czechoslovakia, North Vietnam,

or Cuba, it has been in the same

classic role — as the scavenger of

war and ruined revolutions.

And we have seen, too, that the

high tide can recede: Yugoslavia

ceased to be a satellite; Poland

achieved a certain measure of in-

ternal autonomy; and in mfore

than one country of Africa and

Asia, Communist ambassadors

have been requested to go home.

So even in these Communist

terms, of sheer efficiency in the

struggle between two supposed

world "systems," the score isn't so

one-sided. The promised victory of

communism keeps on receding in-

to the future. Either democracy is

less bumbling than we fear, or

communism is less efficient than

it claims.

But, of course, this is only one

part of the argument. Because be-

neath this question of efficiency

lies a greater and deeper question:

efficiency for what? What is their

purpose — and what is ours?

It is small wonder that dictator-

ships look efficient at waging war

— whether cold or hot — because

a totalitarian government is in its

very essence a kind of war ma-
chine. Power is the ultimate justi-

fication for all its acts, and the

extension of power is the chief

article of its foreign policy.

The aims of democracy are al-

together different.

We positively don't want power
and domination over others. The
greatest triumph of the Marshall

Plan was not, as Moscow then said,

to enslave Europe, but to get it

back on its own feet and restore

its independence. Our aim in the

emerging nations is basically the

same. We strive not for power,

but for community—at home and

among nations.

Not only aims, but performance,

too, must concern us. Let us say

that our world-wide aim is a com-

munity of nations which, as the

United Nations charter says, will

"practice tolerance and live to-

gether in peace with one another

as good neighbors." Judged by that

aim, how is democracy doing?

What are the dangers it must over-

come?

I think on the basis of our own
American experience we can be-

gin by disposing of certain imagi-

nary dangers we hear about in this

country.

There is the fear of racial and

cultural difference.

Certainly today we need have no

fear of cultural or racial plural-

ism- We have far to go — but our

country has already proved beyond

any possible doubt, for ourselves

and all the world, that there is no

barrier of race or worship or cul-

ture which the unflinching prac-

tice of democratic brotherhood

cannot cross.

League long continue its noble

work in that cause!

There are other fears compound-

ed of fact and fiction. From the

extreme right we still hear that

the income tax is socialism, social-

ism is communism, and so free-

dom is already done for. Or we

hear that the real threat is not in

the truculent power of Moscow or

Peking, but in the freedom of un-

popular opinion — or in any au-

thority, be it President or Supreme

Court, which refuses to punish er-

ror as if it were treason.

Or we hear that the United Na-

tions is a big Communist plot.

If you follow that line to the

end, you conclude with the dis-

covery that the worst danger of

all is democracy itself!

From the radical left, and some-

times from the radical pacifists,

we hear other voices of doom. We
have great armed forces, they say,

therefore our freedom is doomed

by a garrison state. Or we have

big businesses, therefore democ-

racy is being strangled by greedy

monopolies.

We have "internal contradic-

tions," as the ideologists love to>

say — labor versus capital, farms

versus cities, importers versus

exporters - and therefore democ-

racy will soon tear itself to pieces.

As if "internal contradictions"

were not the very fuel that makes

the engine of democracy run!

Abroad, though all the emerg-

ing world, there is the danger that

the hunger for a better life will

be used to bait the hooks of dema-

gogues, to bankrupt economies be-

fore they get started - and thus

to lead unsuspecting millions into

On October 1st of last year, there

was a gathering in the Hotel John
Marshall, in Richmond, Va.,

which was brought together as a

"Comemoration of Faith," honor-

ing Christian heroes who aided

their Jewish brethren during the

Nazi persecutions. Spear-head of

this event was Ernest Gunzberg. It

was his own way of saying "Thank-

you."

Mr. Gunzburg came to this

country in 1935 when the Mainz,

Germany department store where

he worked adopted a policy of

"gleichschaltung" — equalization

of employees according to govern-

mental structure. It meant: "No

Jews."

He brought his own family to

America and then worked to bring

other refugees across. He helped

to organize committees in Norfolk

and Newport News and then work-

ed six years as executive director

of resettlement in the State of

Florida. Then he served with mili-

tary intelligence and landed on D-

I have such a delicate constitu-

tion that in my own home I can
hardly muster the strength to

empty the garbage pail. But I've

just returned from an archaeologi-

cal excavation where I spent eight

hours a day for three weeks dig-

ging the earth out of some ancient

burial caves and I feel fine. The
blisters on my hands are almost

healed, and I can now pass a plou-

ghed field without estimating how
long it would take me to remove

the surface with an ice pick and
dental instruments, which were

the tools I had to use. I don't know
whether there was any malice

aforethought on the part of my
husband, but it was he who volun-

teered me for the expedition

The burial caves are in the

grounds of kibbutz Ha Goshrim, at

the foot of Mt. Hermon, in Upper

Galilee. The whole area is an

extremely interesting one. A shel-

tered, fertile plain, watered by

the numerous springs which join

up farther down to form the Rivet

Jordan, it is rich in archaeological

finds from prehistoric times on-

ward. In the kibbutz collection

they have a spear head which is

said by experts to be one of the

finest prehistoric implements in

the world. It is insured with Lloyds

for 100,000 pounds.

The kibbutz discovered the

burial site when a bulldozer fell

through the roof of one of the caves

while the area was being cleared

for further building. Removing
part of the earth from the tombs,

they found two large, unbroken

pottery jars of unusual shape,

which tipped them off to the fact

that they had stumbled on some-

thing important. Being keen ama-

teur archaeologists, they sieved

every bit of earth they drew out

of the cave, and discovered a dark

blue glass medallion about the

size of a ten cent piece, with the

head of a Greek god stamped on
both sides. They also found tiny

fragments of blue glass, which
were painstakingly fitted together

by Nimrud, a member of the kib-

butz, who by day works as tractor-

ist. The glass proved to be two

lovely perfume bottles dating back

to the 3rd century B.C.

Examination of the site revealed

the carefully blocked up openings

of at least ten more tombs. The
Dept. of Antiquities was informed,

as is the legal procedure, and they

decided to excavate at the earliest

opportunity. Not only because the

finds promised interesting results,

but also to prevent unauthorized

excavation, which is so very tempt-

ing in a country where archaeology

is the favorite sport of young and

old.

communism or some other modern
form of tyranny before they have

had a chance to find out what

freedom is.

Among the nations of the North

Atlantic, where are the economic

powerhouse of the free world,

there is the danger that this great

trading community will be frus-

trated by a vast trans-Atlantic eco-

nomic duel.

There is the danger that racial

prejudice, and the wilder forms of

tribal or national chauvinism, will

weaken and balkanize the peoples

of Afro-Asia — and even of Latin

America — and cut them off from

the powerful creative economies

of the North Atlantic just when
this partnership is most vital to

their hopes.

All these are dangers for the

community of the free—and there-

fore they are also opportunities

for the would-be burial squads of

communism. We of the West must

act to avert them by every means

we have.

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We must remember that hand-

some is as handsome does. Our
country has become so conspicuous

that every flaw of economic or

racial injustice, every debasement
of quality, every blemish of bad
taste, bad manners, or shoddy self-

indulgence, is likely to be studied

and commented on in the cruel

light of world opinion.

We must learn to avoid the false

alternatives which sound so good
in argument and mean so little in

real life. Why argue about total

war and total peace when sheer

common sense tells us that the

first is unthinkable and the second

is unattainable? Why pretend to

choose between reliance on armed
power and reliance on the friend-

ships and common purposes we
can develop in the United Nations

—when it is perfectly obvious that

our national security demands

both?

We must apply ourselves to the

long and difficult adventure of

converting the fearful and suspic-

ious into friends and neighbors.

Sometimes I think that if we
Americans had been able to for-

see in 1945 what an endless train

of disappointments and hard de-

cisions and bitter conflicts we

would find in the United Nations,

we would never have dared to

join it. Perhaps there is something
merciful in our lack of foresight!

If our national habit were one
of brooding over all the possible

pitfalls ahead, there is no telling

how often we might have shirked

those forbiddingly difficult tasks

Which a great nation must tackle

or perish.

Americans have tackled

many a big and stubborn job and
stayed with it to the end. Now his-

tory has given us the biggest of

all. We are destined to work for

the rest of our lives, along with

every nation and people who will

join us, to build a community of

tolerance and peace — a house ol

freedom which will be big enough,

ultimately, for all mankind.
Indeed, the house is already in

existence, in a most imperfect and

precarious way: and its name is

the United Nations.

The United Nations is now in

the midst of a lot of criticism, at

home and abroad — much of it

Irom people who would like to re-

strict the benefits of the Charter

to one class, one race, or one re-

gion. But the United Nations is

built for the whole world, and if

it tried to satisfy all the sectional

views ii would end by doing no-

thing and would soon become an

object of contempt.

The United Nations is far from

being an object of contempt today.

It has never been more vigorous.

In the Congo it has supplied the

vital force at the vital moment to

safeguard the future possibilities

of freedom for a united Congolese

nation.

I would close with one last

thought about that mysterious

thing, freedom. The true genius

of freedom stems, I think, not from

an attitude of warlike defiance,

but from an altogether different

quality called loving kindness.

And now, under our rocket-la-

den skies, the "family" which must

learn to live together in peace and

love, and therefore in freedom, is

the family called Man — and three

billion of him.

We should not complain that

the attainment of this goal is dif-

ficult, or even, in any perfect

sense, impossible. Our magnificent

gift of freedom wras forged in dif-

ficulty and suffering, and the im-

possible was always its guiding

light.

In publishing "Ararat", a first

novel by Stella Wilchek, Harpers

has designated it as "A Harper

Find." This is a much to be de-

sired designation by a well-known

publishing house and one to be

cherished by a seasoned writer,

much less a newcomer. After read-

ing this 559 page book, this writer

is willing to accept the publishers

accolade.

The story concerns a group of

Austrian Jews which has sought

refuge during World War II, in a

fictitious South American coun-

try — El Paramo. It is written in

a diary format, the diarist being

one Professor Norman Bernstein,

who had held a chair in mathe-

matics, in a Vienna university, and

whose wife, and son, had chosen

suicide as their way out of the

dilemma in which Jews found

themselves in the Hitler putsch.

Professor Bernstein has used his

friendship with a consul in the

South American conutry to get the

small band accepted.

The first entry in the diary bears

the date January 18th, 1939, and

the last note is dated July 11th,

1945. In between these dates is

the chronicle of a group of Jews,

free from the Nazi terror, and try-

ing to build a new life for them-

selves in the haven they have

reached. At the outset they have

looked upon the new country as

but a temporary refuge, confident

that it would be only a matter of

time before they would be able

For beauty and permanence .

to return to their native land and

resume each his own life. But as

time passed this hope became dim-

mer, and finally faded away al-

together. This eventually changed

their viewpoint, and they adjusted

themselves to a new pattern.

The "earliest opportunity"

came a year after the initial finds

were made. Even a week before

the dig was scheduled to begin,

it was feared that it would have to

be given up, for the Department

has a perpetual problem of short-

age of funds to employ labor.

The scientific staff consisted of

two trained archaeologists and an-

other volunteer like myself. I went

along to work on the glass finds.

But apart from the original pieces,

we never found any glass! The in-

triguing relics of the Macedonian-

Greek period (around 250 BC)

ceased with the first cave. Accord-

ing to the pottery we found, the

people in the rest of the caves had

been buried during the Middle
Bronze period. That is, sometime
in 1,900 B.C. At least two hundred
years before Abraham came to

Palestine!

It is too soon yet to say who were

the people buried in the cemetery

at Ha Goshrim. The older people

were very likely original Canaanite

inhabitants of the land, while the

finds of the first cave belong to

a second burial. In this later per-

iod the cemetery may have been

attached to one of the many Greek

soldier-colonies which were found-

ed in the area during the decades

after the death of Alexander the

Great, when the Seleucids and the

Ptolemies fought for control of

Palestine.

Sarah! She was the Sarah who
was the wife of the biblical Abra-

ham. I hear all about her from

Rabbi Martin M. Weitz of Con-

gregation Beth Israel, Atlantic

City. He reports on her loveliness

in one of the pamphlets called

"The Weekly Sedra" which he

mails around among his congre-

gants.

Yes, this Sarah who was so

worthwhile that she was allowed

to keep on living until age 127,

according to Scripture! And Rabbi
Weitz in his high praise of this

lady quotes what the Hebrew
Rashi book tells about her.

That is to say, Rashi interprets

her 127 years to mean this: "That

when she was 100, she had the

purity of a 20-year old girl; when
she was 20 she had the beauty of

a 7-year old child." (Yes, she was

such a girl all through her 127

years, and Rabbi Weitz says,

"Though a legend it is also a

lesson for the landscape of life, for

•each stage of it leaves its imprint

-on the total personality.")

Sarah was our mama, and speak-

ing of her 127 years Rabbi Weitz

says that the "7" in these 127 years

suggests that this "matriarch of

Israel had a childhood that was

filled with play, activity and hap-

piness but that this play was not

merely childish, for it was in the

service of others."

Then the 20 years in her 127!

These 20 years of her 127, accord-

ing to the rabbi, "intimate that

she had the persistence of youth,

that she sought for ideals to en-

rich her own life and to enhance

those about her. The 100 years of

her given age bespeak maturity

and responsibility."

And more: "These separate

years of hers . . . 7-20-100 ... in-

dicate that every year, like a neck-

lace, may bear a different series

of gems; that each year may be an

anniversary celebrating some value

in the life of a family, an individ-

ual or a people."

Well, at last, after the 127 years

Mother Sarah died . • . "And Abra-

ham came to mourn for Sarah and

to weep for her." She was buried

in the cave of Machpelah but she

keeps on living as the original of

Jewish mothers . . . the mama of

us all.

Yes, this most worthy mother's

name . . . Sarah . . . has been

handed on to thousands of Jewish

girls since; though in these newer

times girls are given such names

as Rosemary, Juanita, etc.

And I must add that in all the

ages since Mama Sarah was buried

in Machpelah cave, her descend-

ants have tried to live up to her

goodness. I recall my own mama
who was of a time when mamas'

lives were dedicated to their house-

holds exclusively . . . cooking and

keeping the house clean.

Searching For Chometz
By Rabbi Leo J. Stillpass

One of the delightful old traditions which comes to mind
as we contemplate the Passover holiday is that of the search for

the chometz as the completion of the readiness of the Jewish
home to welcome the Festival. With what solemnity did father

and the children take candle, feather and plate and with what
excitement did they find the chometz carefully placed around
the house by the mother who in her fastidious housekeeping
could not possibly have overlooked the crumbs. The ceremony
completed, the little parcel was set aside and burned before the

holiday began, then indeed was the Jewish home "pesahdig."

We are about to celebrate Passover once more in Jewish
life. We have seen the Pharaoh's, the Hitlers and Eichmanns
rise in pompous pride and go down in infamy. We have re-

ceived the right to go forth and worship God; but alas it seems
more difficult to awaken our people to the glorious potentials

of freedom than to convince Pharaoh. There is leaven,

"chometz" in our house and we are not searching it out. While
Synagogue attendance and contributions may increase, the

Judaism in the hearts of the Jews seems to decrease. Jewish
home life has weakened considerably and is threatened with
disintegration; the Sabbath and holidays are disappearing from
the homes and are being made into "specials" for the syna-

gogue. We are willing to substitute "Jewishness" for "Juda-
ism" and little enough even of that. The ideal of education,

both Jewish and secular, is no longer dangled before the eyes

of our children, for financial success has taken its place.

We in this blessed land of religious freedom have, for too

long, now interpreted religious freedom to mean freedom from
our religion instead of the right to worship freely. We are not
confronted as were our forefathers in Europe with the problem
of "assimilation," which meant the acceptance of the dominant
state religion; yet we misinterpret "Americanization" to mean
choosing the secular whenever one is faced with a choice be-

tween it and the religious (and often we are tempted to in-

clude that which belongs to the dominant religion as secular).

Some of our people rejoiced in the establishment of Israel

because they felt a vicarious bravery in standing up for their

religion through the deeds and exploits of the Israeli pioneers

and soldiers. In Israel the people are as yet too busy building a

country, integrating the peoples, and establishing a govern-

ment upon a sound economic basis to pay too much attention

to the problem of the future of the Jewish religion. This is

our task, it is the task of the American Jewish community
which is the largest and best organized in the world, yes and
the freest from any external dangers.

On this Passover we should know that we do have chometz
in our home, but it has not been carefully placed there; it is

there because we have not been fastidious housekeepers, we

have been lax in the preservation of our glorious religious

heritage.

"... neither shall there be leaven seen with thee, in all

thy borders . . . And it shall be for a sign unto thee upon thy

hand, and for a memorial between thine eyes, that the law of,

the Lord may be in thy mouth."

A Thought For Passover

From the point at which we now stand in twentieth cen-

tury America, with the challenges and the responsibilities

confronting every man and every nation of the modern world,.

Judaism's celebration of the Passover speaks a demanding and
vital message. It is a festival of freedom celebrated in a land

that calls men free. It is a festival commemorating the release

of Pharaoh's Hebrew slaves as they moved out of the land of

Egypt toward the Promised Land.

But freedom was quite a challenge for a people who had
always been in slavery; for a people who had never been allow-

ed to think and to act for themselves. It was quite a challenge

for them to walk forth in the morning sun in the direction of

a new life — a life of freedom in a land of opportunity.

And, quite frankly, they were not up to it. Slavery, as un-

comfortable and degrading as it had been, had been a relative-

ly easy existence for these Jews. All of their lives they had
lived and acted automatically, responsively, at the command
of a taskmaster. And in return, they had received food and
clothing and a place to sleep.

The food was no good, the clothing was worn and ragged,

the beds were hard and dirty and infested — but they always

knew that if they did their work they would remain alive . . .

alive in the only manner of living they had ever known.

But suddenly 'Moses had deprived them of the security

they had always known. He had taken them out of Egypt and

into the wilderness. "Because there were no graves in Egypt,

hast thou taken away to die in the wilderness? . . . Did we not

say to thee in Egypt: 'Let us alone that we may serve the

Egyptians'?"

In their thirst they screamed "What shall we drink?" and

in their hunger "What shall we eat?" A starving, unhappy

people stood in front of the man who set them free and cried:

"What shall we eat?" They had had food in the land of Egypt.

Here, in freedom, they had none. They had life in the land

of Egypt. Here, in freedom, they were in danger of death.

No, this people was not ready for freedom. But Moses

set them free. And thus we are confronted with a question for

our day: Was it worth it? Or should Moses have waited until

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Democracy
And The John Birch Society

A New York Times reporter

who followed Robert Welch, foun-

der and head of the right-wing

John Birch Society, on a tour of

the South noted that Mr. Welch
tends to be touchy while he speaks.

At one meeting, the reporter said,

an attendant paced about, search-

ing for a physician in the audi-

ence. Mr. Welch stopped his talk

and asked why the man was "walk

ing around like that." Before any

one could answer, Mr. Welch told

his audience that this kind of dis-

tracton was a typcal "dirty Com-
munist trick."

It so happens, according to the

Times reporter, the attendant was

looking for a doctor.

That's the way it goes with 61-

vear-old Robert Welch, North

Carolina-born, former vice presi-

dent of the Welch Candy Com-
pany which, his brother and com
pany president James O. Welch
has made clear, does not share

bis viewpoint. Robert Welch de-

scribes himself as the "hard-boiled,

dictatorial, and dynamic boss" of

the society he founded in Indiana-

polis in December, 1958 and
which, in recent weeks, has com-

manded major national press at-

tention. One of the maddening
things about Welch is that he al-

ways appears serious and often ap-

pears intelligent. The individual

words he utters in his dry fashion

sound all right and sometimes

whole phrases make sense. It is,

perhaps, his mathematics that is

off; in his world two and two
sometimes add up to three, some
times to five, virtually never to

the expected.

Welch's stated purpose is fight-

ing, stopping, and throwing back

Communism in the United States

which, he says, has virtually over-

whelmed us. His methods, beliefs,

conclusions, and prejudices can

only cause concern or anguish to

those who believe that "the best

revenge on your enemy is not to

be like him." Perhaps the best

known of Mr. Welch's living tar-

gets is former President Eisenhow-

er whom he has attacked as a "de-

dicated, conscious agent of the

Communist conspiracy." If Eisen-

hower and the two presidents of

the United States who preceded

him are suspect and to be malign-

ed, what chance has a local target

of attack, a school teacher or li-

brarian who is seen, say, reading

a copy of the New Republic or

even Time magazine (a publica-

tion that once referred to "The
Politician," a Welch opus since

largerly withdrawn from circula-

tion, as his Mein Kampf).

In fact, attacks on the reading

of the New Republic and Time are

not adequate examples of the

depth of Birchitis. In Channel

view, Texas, last month, a local

member of the John Birch Society

took out after a book discussing

Plato that her son found on a jun-

ior high school library shelf. "I

can't help but believe that this

(Plato's ideas in 'The Republic')

is one reason we have so many sex

maniacs walking around," she said.

She had good precedent for ex-

pecting action on her protest; she

had earlier attacked a book called

"Living Biographies of Religious

Leaders" and the local school

superintendent at first said he;'

would burn the book but later

just removed it from the shelves.

In his "Blue Book of the John

Birch Society," a rambling 180-

page volume of history, neo-his-

tory, poetry, and planning-ahead—

a transcript of the two-day lecture

he gave at the founding session-

Founder Welch (the title is self-

designated and always used with

the capital F) is dazzlingly icono-

clastic:

"The John Birch Society is to be

a monolithic body. A republican

form of government or organiza-

tion has many attractions and ad-

vantages, under certain favorable

conditions. But under less happy

circumstances it lends itself too

readily to infiltration, distortion,

and disruption. And democracy, of

course, in government or organi-

zations, as the Greeks and Romans
both found out, and as I believe

every man in this room clearly re-

cognized—democracy is merely a

deceptive phrase, a weapon of

demagoguery, and a perennial

fraud .... The John Birch Society

will operate under completely

authoritative control at all levels

There is no telling exactly how
many people in the United States

subscribe to this theory and type

of organization. The John Birch

I am pleased that I can speak

about the Keren Kayemeth with

all my heart without fearing that

my words will offend the feelings

of those who derive their liveli-

hood from their past. The name of

the Keren Kayemeth Le'Israel re-

quires no change — and the name
the Fund was given sixty years

ago fits it better today than it did

then. It is not the Fund of any

single party or of united parties,

but, as it's name describes it—the

Jewish National Fund, for all the

Jewish people. It continues to exist

not by virtue of its fine work in

the past but by virtue of its present

positive activites and, what is more

important, by virtue of the great

and ambitious tasks which it has

yet to carry out.

It would be wrong to say that

the Fund s tasks did not change

since it was created sixty years ago.

The main task of those days — to

redeem stretches of land from the

ownership of others and transfer

them to Jewish ownership is not

now the essential thing, since the

renewal of Jewish statehood has

placed practically all the land of

Israel in the possession of the peo-

ple of Israel. It may be that here

and there we shall still require,

even under the new conditions, to

redeem land from non-Jewish

hands — but this is no longer the

Fund's primary task. It is precisely

now when Israel's land is in our

sovereignty, that fundamental

tasks have become evident whose

lulfillment will require many
years. Without their implementa-

tion, the integration of new im-

migrants, the security of the State

and the revival of the desert-wastes,

will not be possible.

sands fertile, constructing roads in

the desert which will prepare the

ground for developing industry,

building townships and villages,

;ind transforming the Negev and

Northern Galilee into a populated

and flourishing area without

which there can be no economic

independence, no security and no
absorption of new-comers.

The Keren Kayemeth is justifi-

ably proud that it has already

planted scores of millions of trees

on an area of over 200,000 dunams,

but far larger areas will require

planting. The Fund has opened

up hundreds of kilometers of roads

in the mountains, in border areas

and the desert, thus making possi-

ble development activities and~

settlement in forsaken and empty
regions. We are still at the very

beginning of the work. The Fund
is now helping in the creation of

the city of Arad in the Eastern

Negev, but in the next decade we
shall have to build at least fifteen

or twenty similar towns in the Ne-

gev, for unless we settle the Negev,

Israel cannot survive.

Among the inhabitants of Jeru-

salem, Tel Aviv and Haifa, live

most of Israel's intelligentsia, of

whom we may be proud, since the

level of Israel's science is not in-

feior to that of any other civilized

country. There is, however, a dan-

ger that in these more or less well-

established centers the false and

dangerous conviction prevails that

we have reached our goal, and we
hear many saying that the time

for normalization has arrived, and

that the path we must now follow

should be directed towards main-

taining the status quo — with

slight modifications here and

there. There could be no graver

and more dangerous error. There

may well be a fexv individuals, pos-

sibly a few professors, who have

really attained their goal. But the

people of Israel and the State of

Israel are still very far from having

achieved this. This land which

has been ours for four thousand

years is confronted by grave perils

frc>m without and emptiness and

desolation is from within. As yet

the vast majority of the Jewish

people, over eighty percent, are

still in the Diaspora, subject to

others and exposed to assimilation

and obliteration.

Without continuing and intensi-

fying the great two-fold change

which spells the essence' of our re-

birth and of our task — the change

in the nature of the people and

of the land, i.e., without the In-

gathering of the Exiles, the re-

vival of the wilderness, the build-

ing of a new society and a high

culture which will be the moving

spirit in the life of our youth, of

the working masses and of our

cultural leaders—without all these

that we have accomplished in the

past sixty years, including our

great achievements since the

founding of the State, shill have

been in vain. The road to the ful-

fillment of the vision of redemp-

tion is still remote anl strewn with

snares and perils. Without con-

stant pioneering effort to illumine

the vision of the change — the

change in the people and in the

land — we shall not reach our his-

toric goal. The Jewish National

Fund is one of the instruments

in the realization of this vision and

the Fund's strength derives from

the fact that it has not rested on

its laurels, but when the State

was established, took into account

its new tasks from which it was

debarred under foreign rale, and

abandoned the old tasks which

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Lights And Shadows
In Israel
By Dr. Israel Goldstein

Address delivered before the Association of Retired Americans in Israel.

DR. ISRAEL GOLDSTEIN

I am glad to be in the company
of fellow-retired Americans. I

trust it will not be held against

me as a breach of promise that my
plan for retirement in Israel has

been 'slightly' modified to a point

where my daily work begins at an

earlier hour than ever it began in

the United States in my most ac-

tive days, and the job to which I

have been summoned is probably

the toughest I have ever tackled, a

"kibbutz galuyoth" of dollars,

pounds, peso, cruzeiros and all va-

rieties of currencies for the fi-

nancing of the manifold program

of the Jewish Agency, the real

"kibbutz galuyoth".

This week has been a special

one for my family and myself

since it marks the first anniversary

of our coming to settle in Israel.

And Ashkelon is an especially ap-

propriate place in which to recall

the anniversary because it was 12

years ago when, as Treasurer of

the Jewish Agency, I had the priv-

ilege to help lay the foundation

for Ashkelon, a joint project un-

dertaken by the Jewish Agency and

the South African Jewish com-

munity together, Mrs. Goldstein

and I first formed our resolve to

make our future home in Israel

and we sealed the resolve by the

purchase of a building plot in

Jerusalem.

As we look about us and see

the absorption problems faced by

so many of the newcomers to Is-

rael, you and I have every reason

to feel grateful that our lot has

been more fortunate than most,

that both economically and social-

ly life for us has been quite viable.

This is no small dispensation. And
I am sure that many of you feel

as I do that one important way to

express our gratitude is by offer-

ing our help, counsel and coopera-

tion to others whose absorption is

fraught with hardships. I trust

that all of us have found here most

of the things we came to seek —
uninhibited and unimposed self-

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Woman's Eye-View
By Marianne Zeitlin

It was one of those crisp winter

days last week when the whole

world felt fresh and vital and pul-

sating with activity. It provided

the perfect background for my
meeting with Mrs. Paulette Fink,

the Chairman of the Woman's
Division of the United Jewish Ap-

peal who, herself, is the personifi-

cation of just such a day, bursting

with exeuberance and enthusiasm.

I had the pleasure of breaking

bread (in this case, it was crois-

sant, since she is French) with her

at the Waldorf where she was

staying for a few days between her

world-wide assignments.

A UJA official had told me in

advance that one could always tell

when Mrs. Fink visited a com-

munity because the funds raised

had a way of spiralling upward.

After meeting her I could well

believe it, for this Parisienne is

the very essence of Gallic chic in

her demeanor and appearance and

impact. During World War II,

Mrs. Fink belonged to the French

Underground where she made
many dangerous treks to the Alps

to smuggle children to Switzer-

land. Her husband, Lietuenant

Yves Oppert, who was Maquis

head for the Department of Savoie,

was caught and executed by the

Nazis. Mrs. Fink kept right on

with her rescue work, hiding her

own two daughters at a Protestant

boarding school for awhile until

it became too risky. At war's end,

she found that her work was more

necessary than ever for when the

thousands of Jewish children came

out of hiding in France, they

found no parents to claim them.

With money from the UJA she

helped to establish children's

homes for them. While on a speak-

ing trip for the UJA here she met

and married I. D. Fink, a Minnea-

polis businessman and National

Cash Chairman of the same organi-

zation. Nowadays, there are few

times when one of them is not busy

fulfilling a speaking engagement

on behalf of the UJA.

Mrs. Fink had just returned

from Israel and spoke with parti-

cular satisfaction of the Lachish

development. "Five years ago this

area in the heart of the desert was

completely barren, with no hope.

Today, as a Manchester textile

manufacturer stated 'it is the only

place in the world where cotton is

grown, ginned, spun and woven

all within a radius of a few square

miles.' "Just think," she exclaim-

ed, with professional appreciation

of judicious economy, "what a sav-

ing in transportation between

operations! And the cotton that is

produced there is of the finest tex-

ture, better even than pima.

"What is particularly amazing

about this development," Mrs.

Fink explained "is that the region

is inhabited by Atlas Mountain

people from North Africa, who, al-

though very primitive, used to con-

sider it a shame and degrading for

a Jew to work the soil. Today, they

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are so proud of their achievement,

they would not trade places with

anybody."

On her trip to Israel, Mrs. Fink

flew in a plane that was carry-

ing 33 now immigrants. The 33
people came from three families.

"So you can see." she said "how
large is the percentage of children

coming in today. And what a dif-

ference in these immigrants. All

UJA has been doing in the past

15 years is paying off. The young-

sters are much better prepared

thanks to our sheltering and educ-

ation programs throughout the

world. And the immigration is

flowing into Israel again for, as has

been said time and again, in order

to maintain Israel as a strong State,

you have to average around 50,000

immigrants a year."

The UJA Women's Division was

organized in 1946 with the belief

that women's donations should

be their own responsibility. Since

then 250 branches have been or-

ganized and have raised over

$200,000,000. This grand total has

been achieved, not by large dona-

tions alone, but by hundreds of

thousands of women putting away

10 cents a day for UJA.
"I have five and a half grand-

children," said Mrs. Fink ruefully,

"who I see mostly from the air-

port. But if you are involved with

UJA and really believe in it, you

cannot do it only in your leisure

time so I make a few sacrifices Be-

sides I could never ask any of my
committee" she said wth a twinkle

in her eye "to do anything that I

don't do myself."

Would that they all did as

much. Mrs. Paulette Fink.

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OVER THE HILL AND THROUGH

THE WOODS

Each time the calendar heralds f

the approach of Passover, I begin

to think of my childhood. Maybe
it is because I never feel particu-

larly happy as the festival ap-

proaches, and I have the same feel

ing about my childhood. For a

number of reasons, I am one per-

son who can't remember the happy

times of early youth.

We were the only family of

Jews in the small Iowa town where

I was born. There must have been

happy times: I remember circus

parades and Chautauqua, and a

bit of river with a kind of under-

slung dam. In the hot summer days,

we would stand behind the curtain

of splashing water on a narrow

shelf of rock and look out at the

world through a leaping prism of

color. But my memories of such

gay and untrammeled moments

are few and far between. Much bet-

ter do I remember taunting voices

calling, "Christ Killer," not being

asked to parties, and taking a lot of

grief from the kids at the Ascen

sion School where the nuns super-

vised my music lessons and prac-

tice. The Sisters, I must say, treat-

ed me with detachment. They pro-

bably figured that in four or five

years of daily practice at the school

I would become a convert simply

by proximity.

But the students — aeeaugh! To
quote an aunt of mine, they were

a "horse from a different color."

Nothing noisiy, you understand.

Just rollers off my skates, paint on

my coat, torn schoolbooks, threats

of damnation if I didn't dip my
fingers in the holy water font which

stood at the entrance of the prac-

tice room. The sort of harrassment

that is apt to bring results with an

eight year old.

Dad and Mother kept a strictly

Jewish home. That is, Dad thought

we did, and Mother fooled him a

little here and there. Our house

was a combination home and place

of business. Immediately behind

our sprawling, two-story clapboard

house was the junkyard, a ware-

house for storing rags, metals, and

furs, and a stable for the horses.

Dad was closed on Saturdays. In

a town where every farmer did his

buying and selling on Saturday,

his was a noticeable closing. We
observed all the festivals to the

letter with the exception of Hanu

kah. All I remember of Hanukah

are the candles stuck into cut

potatoes and rolling nuts down a

board, so that the fuss we make

over it now seems out of propor-

tion, unreal and affected.

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When Passov er approached, Dad
closed the yard for two weeks and

we trekked to Dubuque, a city of

some 30,000 where his family lived.

You might think that such an ex-

perience would be one of the better

moments of my young life. An ex-

citing trip on a train, the sights

and sounds of the city, my grand-

pa and grandma, all the aunts and

uncles; cousins and more cousins;

the good food, new clothes and

bright hair ribbons, services at my
grandfather's synagogue (he was

the president, so it was "his" syna-

gogue). Not to be happy about all

this! A foolish child, wouldn't you

say?

As I said, there are reasons. First

of all, my grandparents were very

cbsei"vant Jews. Their home was

strictly what I call a "turnisht"

home. My natural curiosity and in-

vention were consistently held in

check by one or more adults yelling

"Mire turnisht," or so it seemed to

me. My grandfather was not a love-

able old character, benign of count-

enance and generous with his

nickels and dimes, the way the

storybooks have it. He was a stern,

domineering, stubborn, and (let

me be kind) thrifty man. Besides

these dominant characteristics, he

had a habit of waylaying me at

odd moments and demanding to

know the Brocha appropriate to

the occasion. There was a Brocha

for coming in and there was a

Brocha for going out, there was

one for eating radishes, and anoth-

er for thunder. I spent most of my
visit laying out itineraries designed

f
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to keep me out of grandpa's sight.

Grandma was a little softer, but I

was just one more grandchild in

an already over-extended family,

and not a very pretty one at that.

Furthermore, I was a "farmer."

When she did take note of me, she

would purse her lips, eye me nar-

towly, and then corner my father

with plans for my improvement.

If there was anything special

about the visits to Dubuque, it had

to do with the synagogue. To this

day, the odor of fresh varnish, fur-

niture polish and mothballs, the

rustle of silk, the squeak of new
shoes, the shrill chant of a boy's

choir, the wailing of old women
sifting through a stained glass win-

dow — any of these takes me right

back to grandpa's synagogue.

Grandpa sat right below the pul-

pit, facing the congregation. Be-

fore him on a table was the largest

prayer book I have ever seen, then

or now. As far as I know, he never

used it because he recited the pray-

ers from memory in a kind of rhy-

thmic mumble, barely moving his

lips unless the Cantor or choir

made a mistake. In such case, he

would half rise, his heavy black

eyebrows would meet across pierc-

ing eyes and the correction would
ring out like the voice of the Al-

mighty. Occasionally, he would

survey his congregation, raise his

hand, bring it down sharply on

the table and thunder, "It shall be

quiet!" His constructive criticism

was important to the conduct ol

the service, for it was a small and

overcrowded synagogue, filled with

strong personalities each of whom
had been taught by a different

Rebbe in Pinski, Kiev, Warsaw,

Grodne, or Brest-Litovsk.

To be honest, I spent most of my
time outside the synagogue, play-

ing jacks with my city cousins.

Invariably as we played, absorbed

in the bounce of the small, red ball

or the sweep of a predatory hand
gathering the jacks, the shadow of

adults would fall across our game.

"And whose is this one?" a mas-

culine voice would ask, and the

answer, "She's Zev's oldest, from

the country," and I would look up
to see one or the other of the uncles

watching me. Each year they took

turns finding out who I was. And
each year they forgot who I was.

One of the uncles was a prosper-

ous fur buyer with a territory

which took him away from my
aunt and his children for weeks at

a time. I disliked him with a des-

perate intensity which surprised

I remember with envy my moth-

er who sat at the Seder table with

the serenity of a queen. One press

on the buzzer — and the trim maid

brought in the gefilte fish. Another

buzz and the maid carried in the

tureen of steaming soup with

featherlight knaidlarh floating

gracefully on top.

One dish followed another in

perfect succession: the goose all

crisp and golden brown — done

to a turn; a huge roast goose liver

spiked with blanched almonds;

sweet-sour cabbage; roast potatoes

and squares of a Czech delicacy

called 'cmunda' (same mixture as

for latkes but baked in a slab in

the oven). A magnificent matzo

kugel with fruits and nuts form-

ed the rearguard of this splendid

procession.

How different everything is to-

day. It would be quite useless for

me to press a buzzer even if I had

one — there would be no one to

answer it. My husband and chil-

dren arrange the table, prepare the

charoseth, the bitter herbs, the

matzos — but after that I am on

my own. I assume a dual person-

ality — a sort of female Jekyll and

Hyde; in the dining room — the

pleasant hostess with the light

patter, making the guests feel at

home; in the kitchen — the harass-

ed badtempered cook, muttering

under my breath as the soup splash-

es into my face and the thumb
catches on the red-hot baking tin.

In the absence of the buzzer -

and all that goes with it, my hus-

band and I worked out our own
system of communications. One
lift of the eyebrows — 'time to put

the knaidlach in the soup!' I slip

out discreetly, whip on the over-

all back to front (it's quicker that

way) throw the prepared army of

knaidlach into the soup left gentlv

on the simmer, return unobtrus-

ively to the table and hope for the

best. My husband's second lift of

the eyebrows now radioes: Con-

centrate on the ceremony and for-

get the knaidlach!' (Are they stick-

ing to the bottom of the pan or

disintegrating?)

Gefilte fish is a must with my
family. Every year I threaten to

serve grapefruit instead but every

year my husband gets round me
by saying that my gefilte fish are

the best he ever tasted — even

better than he had at home. Could

any woman resist that? Even if it

is midnight by the time I have

rolled my 65th fishball and much,

much later when it is cooked and

finally reposes in its spicy onion

sauce. The work is soon forgotten

when they are all smacking their

lips and asking for second helping.

Goose is much too heavy for the

delicate modern digestion so we

have chickens instead — one boiled

in soup and the other roasted.

Sweet-sour cabbage is still in my
repertoire but not nearly as rich

as my mother used to make it nor

as good but all the other trimmings

are definitely out. They are all far

too fattening and fresh fruit takes

the place of the matzo kugel.

But we are living in a scientific

age and in the early hours of the

morning when I finally finished my
Seder preparations and crept to

bed for a short repose, I tried to

visualize the future when the

housewife would once more be the

queen.

I can see tins of 'haimishe' gefilte

fish 'just like mama used to make,'

tip out automatically onto plate?

and travel to the table on a run-

ning band. Meanwhile the 'dehy-

drated' soup with knaidlach out of

a packet will start to boil auto-

matically. The rest of the fare will

probably be equally 'haimish': re

activated, vitamin-reinforced, sod-

ium glutamate treated, radiation-

free — No, I think I rather con-

tinue rolling those fish and matzo

balls, catch my fingers on the grat-

er and burn them on the tin!

However, one thing is certain.

Whenever and wherever Jews cele

brate Passover — 1000 years ago or

1000 years hence (if the world is

still in one piece) the essence ol

the Festival will always be the

same — the story in the Hagadah

never changes. We adapt ourselves

to contemporary trends but we
keep faith with the past. Therein

lines the Jewish genius and the

Jewish strength.

Over The Hill Unci Through The Woods
(Concluded from Page 21)

my easy going father. While he

was "on the road," Aunt Eva kept

the wolf panting at the door by

tending a corner grocery. She lived

with my cousins in rooms back of

the store whose location was "the

flats," a neighborhood close to the

river. The river was forever flood-

ing and Aunty raged a continuous

battle to keep the water out of the

store and the children out of the

latter. When Uncle Joe was in

town he spent most of his time at

his mother's, no doubt to avoid be-

ing disturbed by the discomfort ol

his family.

I ran afoul of him one day and

the crisis that ensued shortened

our regular two week stay consider-

ably and caused the withdrawal

of future investigations. Some good

came of my insurrection (I had

refused to kiss him "hello" and an-

nounced that he was a fat and self-

ish pig) because my father shortly

decided that he needed a Jewish

community around him to help

him make Jews out of his daught-

ers. A year later, we moved north

to Minneapolis.

MOSES WINS FIGHT FOR FREEDOM,

PRESS CORRESPONDENT REPORTS

In view of the Passover holiday, we have thought our readers would
be interested in the following story of the Exodus from Egypt as filed by
the noted correspondent for the Sphinx News Agency at the time of the
great event. -THE EDITOR.

Goshen, Egypt (SNA) Prompt-

ly at the stroke of midnight, the

thousands of Hebrew slaves in

Egypt will win their freedom from

bondage and leave Egypt for the

no mans land of the wilderness,

marking the triumph of the long

battle of their leader, Moses.

The sensational news was re-

vealed by Aaron at a press con-

ference here just five hours before

the scheduled departure of the

children of Israel. The hundreds

of newspapermen gathered, who
had no inkling of the reason for

their being summoned, sensed that

something great was brewing and

unanimously asked; "Why is this

evening different from all other

evenings?"

The handsome brother of Moses,

who handles public relations, end-

ed the suspense with a brief an-

nouncement:

"Gentlemen, I have some news

which will be of more than ordin-

ary interest. Moses has obtained

the sanction of Pharaoh for the

departure of the children of Israel.

With that, the story of Israelite

bondage ends, marking also the

termination of 400 years of Israe-

lite residence in Egypt. Prepara-

tions have been made for the de-

parture of the children of Israel

at midnight tonight."

It has been said that the differ-

ence between the good general and

the bad is ten minutes. Apparently

Moses does not intend to waste

any time. If Pharaoh should re-

consider, the Hebrews will have a

head start.

Diplomatic observers here say

that history will acclaim the eman-

cipations by Moses as unprecedent-

ed. He has fought a battle in which

few have believed he had even a

remote chance of success. He is no

orator to fire one with his eloqu

ence for liberty. He is no orator at

all, suffering from an impediment

of speech. Despite a stammer, an

inner strength communicates itself

from the man which seemingly has

moved even the Egyptian rulers.

When he first came upon the scene,

some of the children of Israel felt

that the speech impediment would

forestall any chance of success. "It

we expect to get anywhere," they

said, "we've got to get a better

speech maker. Any rabbi can speak

better than him. The way he speaks

he will plague the Egyptians to

death . .
."

He was also criticised as an out-

sider. Unlike the brethren, he was

not enslaved, but raised in the

most luxurious circumstances un-

der the supervision of the Egyptian

princess. His might have been an

easy lot but he preferred to devote

it to helping his brethren in dis-

tress. It has not been a bed of roses

for him and it is said that on more

than one occasion, he would have

been glad to relinquish his task,

except for the call of conscience.

He is a man of tremendous sim-

plicity and without personal am-

bition. There have been those who
said that he wanted to be a king,

but the fact is, he has given him
self no title and urges most stren

uously that the people subject

themselves to no King but God
alone.

Both Houses of Congress have

been urged in a concurrent resolu-

tion to ask the United States dele-

gation to the United Nations to

work for prompt adoption of a

resolution to condemn Soviet Rus-

sia for its anti-Jewish activities.

The resolution was introduced by

Rep.

One good way to learn something is to have to teach it or explain it.

Our children are often asked by non-Jewish neighbors about our holidays.
Herewith is a statement which you can convey to your youngsters sc that,
in turn, they can convey the significance of the glorious festival to others.
Re-reading it will intensify the appreciation for the meaning of this great
freedom holiday for ourselves and our family.—THE EDITOR.

You don't have* to be Jewish to

be glad about the Jewish holiday of

Passover.

You just have to be fond of free

dom.

You know what freedom is,

don't you?

Freedom means the right to live

where you want to, to worship as

you want to, to have the respect of

other people, to stay clear of being

annoyed by other people, as long

as you obey the laws which are

passed by people who are elected

to office.

Well, it wasn't like that for the

ancient Hebrews when they lived

in Egypt, as you can tell from the

Bible.

The Egyptians made slaves out

of them, even though one of the

wisest of Egyptian Jews, Joseph,

had saved the country from fam-

ine.

And the man who put a stop to

this slavery was Moses, who grew

up in the palace of the Pharaoh,

as Egyptians called their king.

he didn't know it, for he had been

brought to the palace when he was

just a baby.

He lived like a prince, but when
he saw slavery on all sides of him
he couldn't stand it.

Civil rights campaigns are

also part of the Communist con-

spiracy, Welch believes. In "The
White Book of the John Birch

Society for 1960," a collection of

the Society's monthly bulletins,

Welch warns that much of the

Protestant clergy is a menace to

America: "For as long as your

church gives moral and financial

support to the National Council

of Churches, as the Council is

run today, you are helping the

enemy."

The enemy is everywhere. Fluor-

idation of water is a plot; so too

conventional notion, that registra-

tion of guns. "As the Communists

get ever nearer to taking us over

. . . the pressure for this firearms

legislation grows stronger," Welch

says, calling for opposition to

"these long-range pro-Communist

plans to deprive us of weapons, to

whatever extent they can." The
conventional notion, that registra

tion of guns helps keep them out

of the hands of children or crimin-

als, never seems to have occurred

to him.

At his 1958 inner-circle session

in Indianapolis, Welch made clear

that he had little confidence in

American political leaders. "Put

not your faith in politicians," he

repeated, but he held out some

hope by saying "we shall have to

use politicians, support politicians,

create politicians . .
." Welch call-

ed Richard Nixon "one of the

ablest, shrewdest, most disingenu

ous and slipperiest politicians" on

the American scene. "I think Nix-

on could become a very patriotic

anti-Communist if we could create

circumstances in which it would

be smart politics to be one," he

said of a man whose career, for a

decade has had as its leit motif

his professional and personal war

on Communism. Welch dismisses

Nelson Rockefeller as being com-

mitted to making the United

States part of a "one-world social-

ist government." A year before the

1960 election. Welch referred to

John F. Kennedy as "Reuther's

stooge." Since Jan. 20, surprising-

ly, Welch has called for a con-

tinuation of the post-inaugural

"honeymoon." Apparently he has

not yet really accepted Kennedy

as President of the United States;

he has not, to date, placed him

alongside Presidents Roosevelt,

Truman, and Eisenhower a;s a

Communist tool or agent.

The matzah, or . unleavened

bread, is held up. That's a kind ol

a dry cracker, eaten to give the

people a taste of the unappetiz-

ing food which poor people and

slaves eat. That is supposed to

make the eater sympathetic with

the poor and induce him to try

and help them- A bitter herb is

also eaten as a symbol of the bitter-

ness of slavery.

Everyone in the family and

guests at the Seder table also eat

a sprig of greens to recall that

Moses freed his people when the

Spring of the year was coming

around.

Without going into all of Wel-

ch's bogies, it should be noted that

he was particularly upset by the late

U. N. Secretary General Dag Ham-
marskjold, "one of the most con-

temptible agents of the Kremlin

ever supported by the American

taxpayers." Welch easily explains

away the violent denunciations of

Hammarskjold by Khrushchev and
other Communists. He says that

Communists attack Hammarskjold

just so that Americans will come

to his defense and fight to retain

him—which is precisely what the

Communists really want. This is

part of Mr. Welch's "principle of

reversal"—things are the opposite

of what they seem. Does this sound

fantastic? Welch takes care of such

objections midway through his

"Blue Book." "Everything I am
talking is fantastic. We are living

in fantastic times and a fantastic

situation ... we are in circum-

stances where it is realistic to be

fantastic." This is as good an ex-

planation as any as to why an or

ganization which is dedicated to

the abolition of foreign and, the

defense program, the income tax,

civil rights campaigns, and many
democratic institutions also thinks

it is defending America and fight-

ing Communism.

This slogan is also available in

gummed labels from Society head-

quarters in Belmont, Massachu-

settes (for people who don't have

access to postage meters) and mem-
bers are further advised to have it

reproduced on rubber stamps.

When Welch, in his "Blue

Book." called democracy "a decep-

tive phrase, a weapon of demago-

guery, and a perennial fraud," he

anticipated the reaction and add

ed a footnote:

"Our liberal critics would have

you believe that this statement,

for an American, is practically

heresv. This is because these same

liberals have been working so long

and so hard to convert our repub-

lic into a democracy, and to make

the American people believe that

it is supposed to be a democracy.

Nothing could be further from

the truth than that insidiously

planted premise. Our founding

father's knew a great deal about

history and government . . . They

visibly spurned a democracy as

probably the worst of all forms

of government. .
."

At the moment, Welch has not

mentioned Webster's New Interna-

tional Dictionary (Second Edition,

Unabridged) as a conscious or un-

conscious agent of anything. This

dictionary, which from here on

out may be in trouble, describes

democracy as:

"Government by the people; a

form of government in which the

supreme power is retained by the

people and exercised either direct-

ly or indirectly through a system

of representation and delegated

authority periodically renewed, as

in a constitutional representative

government or republic ... In

modern representative democracies

—such as the United States—the

governing body, that is the elec-

torate, is a minority of the total

population, but the principle on

which the government is based is

popular sovereignty."

Webster, used by colleges and

libraries throughout the nation,

flatly refers to the United States

as a "representative democracy."

Maybe someone's been tinkering

with the dictionary and it isn't

acceptable to "Americanists"
(Welch's term for people who be

lieve as he does). Let's look else-

where.

Welch apparently believes in

borrowing some of the techniques

of the Communists — such as front

groups — is the effort to stop them.

Democracy is "an organization for

the systematic use of violence by

one class against another," wrote

Nikolai Lenin, an acknowledged

agent of Communism, in his "The

State and the Revolution," pub-

lished in 1917. This doesn't help

since Lein seems to have as much

distaste for democracy as Welch

does. (The bedfellows are bizarre

but no inference is intended.)

Coming back to American his-

tory, we find innumerable strong

convictions about democracy. The

abolitionist, Theodore Parker,

said that democracy is "govern-

ment of all the people, by all the

people, for all the people; of

course, a government of the prin-

ciples of eternal justice, the un-
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changing law of God; for shortness

sake, I will call it the idea of free-

dom." He said this in a speech

called, "The American Idea," so

he must have had America in

mind. But Parker believed in

freeing the slaves — a civil rights

campaign of sorts — and his per-

sistent reference to "the people"

sounds a little socialistic; Parker

hardly qualifies as an "American-

ist." Lincoln, who heard Parker

give this speech and was influenc-

ed by it, used some of its phrase-

ology in his Gettysburg address.

Lincoln was another man given to

easy use of the word "democracy"

as in his statement: "As I would
not be a slave, so I would not be

a master. This expresses my idea

of democracy." But Lincoln under-

took and consummated a civil

rights campaign; he freed the

slaves. That lets him out as an

"Americanist."

Perhaps this points up the prob-

lem. Democracy is more of an idea

or spirit than a formal way to de-

scribe the structure of government.

"Republic" has a more precise

meaning when applied to govern-

mental structure. A republic (in-

sidious Webster again) is:

"a state in which the sovereign

power resides in a certain body of

the people (the electorate) and is

exercised by representatives elected

by and responsible to them."

Mr. Welch says that the United
States is a constitutional republic

and not a democracy. But the

terms are neither contradictory

nor, necessarily, related. Great
Britain, a constitutional mon-
archy, is also a democracy. The
Union of Socialist Soviet Repub-
lics operates under a constitution

and it is made up of republics but

to describe the USSR as a group of

constitutional republics is mean-

ingless. A conspicuous feature of

the USSR — the feature that makes

it a threat and an enemy — hap
pens to be its lack of democracy,

and the absence of freedom of

movement and expression for its

people.

If Mr. Welch believes that the

United States cannot be a democ-

racy because the word is not expli-

citly mentioned in its Constitu-

tion, he might as easily conclude

that the United States should not

be devoted to free enterprise

either. Like democracy, free en-

terprise is an idea or prevailing

spirit, not explicitly guaranteed by

the Constitution, but normally

understood as being basic to the

course of American history and

development.

Welch makes frequent refer-

ences to the Founding Fathers

and, we assume, Thomas Jeffer-

son is not yet suspect. Webster

defines a democrat as "as adherent

or advocate of democracy", and

Jefferson may now be damned by

Welch. In 1816 he wrote in a

letter to Dupont de Nemours: "We
of the United States are constitu-

tionally and conscientiously dem-

ocrats." Besides, Jefferson was

part of a whole gang of men who
should be checked-out by Welch
for their tendencies, subversive-

wise. Those fellows who hammer-

ed out a document starting, su-

spiciously, with the words, "We,

the people . .
."

The executive board of the Cen-

tral Conference of American Rab-

bis, the national organization of

Reform rabbis, in a resolution

adopted recently, condemned the

statements and actions of the John
Birch Society, the Christian Anti-

Communist Crusade and other ex-

treme right-wing groups as "inimi-

cal and dangerous to the American

democratic way of life." It accused

the extreme rightist groups of "at-

tempts to turn back the course of

social progress."

fulfillment as Jews, an endlessly

interesting, dramatic and stimulat-

ing environment, a feeling of being

at the center of the "new world"
currents in the Afro-Asian world
and a sharing in a national sense

of purpose here which is more
than national in its significance.

The Jewish part of our experience

is, needless to say, unique to Israel.

The broadly human part of our

experience though not unique to

Israel, can be felt more keenly and
more intensely in Israel because

it is a small country where every-

thing is on a more concentrated

scale.

Permit me to share with you a

few animadversions which occupy

my mind in this our anniversary

week, thoughts and feelings about

life in Israel which perhaps have

engaged some of you as well in

the course of your adjustment to

a new life in this old-new land.

Perhaps for once it would be

helpful to present a balanced pict-

ure instead of a panegyric, to

point out those manifestations of

life in Israel which leave some-

thing to be desired as well as those

manifestations which are entirely

praiseworthy. Before coming to Is-

rael to live here, I should have

eschewed the critical vein because

of diffidence and hesitancy spring-

ing from lack of first-hand obser-

vation. My present observations

may not be well-founded, but at

least they are legitimate conjec-

tures. Please be assured that what-

ever strictures I may point out are

those of a loving partner whose

judgement may be mistaken on
this or that, but who feels wedded
to Israel for better or worse.

Israel, and particularly Jeru-

salem, is a world of worlds living

next door to one another and yet

far removed from one another.

Economically, of course, there are

the obvious disparities. Politically,

the lines are sharply drawn, with

parties anl splinter parties more
numerous than are to be found in

most other democracies. Cultural-

ly, the highly literate and the low-

ly illiterate are crossing one anoth-

er's paths all the time. With regard

to religious matters the spectrum

embrances the extremes of fanati-

cal orthodoxy and fanatical irre-

ligion, and all the in-between var-

ieties. Demographically, a score

of different racial stocks, geograph-

ical origins and cultural back-

grounds, centuries apart, are to be

found in one square mile of Jeru-

salem's hills, streets and alleys.

Fortunately, the army and the

schools are the great teachers and
integrators and time inevitably

takes its toll of the separatists. But

time must be taken by the fore-

locks.

The national leadership has not,

as yet, become sufficiently seized

of the challenge to forge a nation

of nations into one people. The
will is there but the program lags.

The program should be not to

fuse but to integrate, to encourage

every cultural group not to aban-

don its characteristic modes, but in

pride of heritage to integrate them
into the life of Israel as a whole.

Cultural pluralism is an accepted

pattern of American culture. Such

a pattern woven in Israel as a pur-

poseful national policy with regard

to Israel's richly varigated con-

stituency, would be a colorful

Samuel Rothberg of Peoria, III.

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and meaningful diversity in unity

and unity in diversity. Here is an

opportunity to enrich Israel's fu-

ture culture and strengthen its

sense of unity. This is a task for

an entire generation.

I should like to enlarge a bit on

two of the above mentioned points,

one politics, the other, religion.

Political groupings in Israel are

incomparably more closely knit

than they are in the United States.

The kibbutzim, with rare except-

ions, are enclaves of politically

kindred groups. In the towns and

cities, the social bonds are usually

determined by political affilia-

tions. These also reflect themselves

in the various sports organizations,

ranging down to the teenagers. Re-

cently, on the occasion of Hanuk-

kah. we went to Modin to see the

start of the torch race from the

birthplace of the Maccabees, and

we found that each with a differ-

ent political complexion, were

vying with one another.

The exaggerated emphasis on

political alignments not only as a

point of view but as a strictly de-

maricated way of life, can be ex-

plained as the product of a pre-

State history. The issue is, how-

ever, whether this pattern should

be perpetuated. To those who

come from an American back-

ground, it seems an unwarrantedly

rigid pattern. Together with the

reduction in the number of politi-

cal parties, which a large part of

Israeli public opinion, led by the

Prime Minister, regards as both

desirable and inevitable, Ameri-

cans in Israel, I think, should also

like to see a less rigid social strati-

fication of social life in accordance

with party lines.

The background of American

Jewish life also reflects itself in a

feeling that Judaism as a religion

and the Synagogue as a religious

institution have broad potentials,

in Israel which are not presently

being realized. It would be fatu-

ous to take American Judaism as

a model. No one is more keenly

aware of the superficiality of

American Judaism than honestly

self-critical American Jews. What

is note-worthy, however, and

praiseworthy about American

Judaism, is the central place oc-

cupied by the Synagogue in the

life of the community, as a gather-

ing place and functional center for

religious, cultural, philanthropic

and social activities of men, women,

and youth. This conception of the

Synagogue is virtually unknown

in Israel. Today, of course, it is

understandable that schools are in-

stitutions of the State. In the days

before Medinat Israel, however,

religious schools in Israel were

rarely attached to Synagogues. As

for women's and youth activities,

they have been and continue to be

disassociated from the houses of

worship and find their self-expres-

sion under the wing of political

parties or in unattached groupings.

Here is a wide open vista of op
portunity for American Jews in

Israel to try to make their influ-

ence felt in the construction of new

dimensions in the concept of the

function of the Synagogue. The ef-

fort, however, demands the assist-

ance of American-trained Rabbis

who would be willing to invest

their efforts in this kind of religi-

ous pioneering, while other Ameri-

can trained Rabbis should invest

their efforts in agricultural settle-

ments in a different kind of reli-

gious pioneering.

There is in Israel a greater field

for religious penetration in the

broad sense of religion than meets

the eye. I have met young parents

in Kibbutzim who admitted that

they would be receptive to religi-

ous teaching for their children, if

it could be presented in such a way

as to be acceptable in the light of

science, even on the child level,

and for greater observance of Jew-

ish traditions and ceremonies by

their children if these could be

made beautiful and meaningful.

Indeed, these young parents readi-

ly agree that their children are

missing something important and

precious which these parents do

not know how to convey to them,

but which they would willingly en-

trust into willing hands and under-

standing hearts. Here is a chalutizc

challenge to young Rabbis in the

field of religious pioneering.

Speaking about religion in its

all-embracing aspect, it is clear to

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many of us that the sooner religion

is divorced from politics in Israel

and the sooner the heterodox
groups in Judaism have the same
rights in Israel as the orthodox
groups, the more secure will be the

place and the appeal of religion

in Israel in all of its manifesta-

tions, and the sooner will Israel,

so abundant in democracy and in

democratic institutions and proce-

dures, be able to free itself

from this limitation upon its

democratic credentials. Those who
come from the United States,

where a State Church is ruled out
by its very constitution, are in a

special position to understand the

pleas for the separation between
Church and State. Many of us who
in our former home communities
in the United States have been en-

listed in the battle against every

attempt on the part of the Church
to intervene into affairs of the

State, find it difficult to accept a

dispensation in which Jewish reli-

gious orthodoxy has a privileged

postion in the Jewish State in such

important matters as marriage, di-

vorce and inheritance. The quali-

ties of religious orthodoxy should
not be strained. It should fall "as

the gentle dew from heaven" upon
the lives of those who espouse it.

One of Israel's major social pro-

blems is the existing gap between
European Jews who constituted the

preponderant majority of the pre-

State immigration and the Orien-

tal Jews who have been the pre-

ponderant majority of the post-

State immigration, and who by
virtue of their higher birthrate are

likely to make up the bulk of the

country's population in the forsee-

able future. The problem of "miz-

ug galuyoth," their ingatherings

if left unsolved, will threaten

the integration and stability of the

nation.

we know about the problem of in-

tegration in the American com-

munity, but we must be on guard

against the superficial and specious

attempts which are sometimes

made to draw comparisons be-

tween the place of the Negroes in

American life, especially in the

Southern States, and the place of

Oriental Jews in the life of Israel.

There is a vast difference. There is

not a city or town in Israel where a

conscious deliberate effort is not

made to erase lines of distinction.

There is not a single government

school which tolerates segregation.

On the contrary, every political

party and every educational and

social agency directs its program

towards integration. Intermarri-

ages are looked upon with ap-

proval by leaders of public opin-

ion. The army and the schools

may be relied upon as the primary

factors making lor integration.

Hence it may be freely predicted

that within a reasonable period of

time and without any resistance

on the part of responsible bodies

and persons, but with their full

cooperation, the processes of inte-

gration will win the day.

The youth of Israel are a con-

stant subject of concern, specula-

tion, exhortation and prophecy.

They have been accused of isola-

tionism and indifference towards

Diaspora Jewry, and they have

been charged with disdain for

the victims of the Nazi horrors

sheep to slaughter.

Generalizations are always risky.

No doubt there are segments of

Israeli Youth who fit the descrip-

tion. It may be said, not by way
of justification but of explana-

tion, that their feeling about Dia-

spora Jewry may stem from their

disillusionment and embitterment

by the inadequate response of Dia-

spora Jewry to the call for man-

power in the fateful struggle for

Independence; and that their feel-

ing about the victims of the Nazi

holocaust may have stemmed from

the lack of adequate information

about the heroic resistance of

many, an inadequacy which the

testimony at the recent Eichmann
trial has corrected.

There is, however, a large re-

sidue of truth in the impression

that the Jewish youth have not been

sufficiently aware of Diaspora

Jewry, its problems, its merits and

its indispensablity for Israel's fu-

ture. The further truth is that they

have not been aware by the eld-

ers who have determined the educ-

ational content of the schools.

In the last few years greater em-

phasis has been laid upon the

need of making them more con-

scious of and more knowledgable

about the Jewish people every-

where, its past and its present and

the relationship to Israel's history

and destiny. There is reason, there-

fore, to anticipate that there will

be less ground for complaint in

the years to come.

What I find lacking in the

Israeli youth is the sense of mis-

sion, without which, I believe,

Israel is missing its chief creden-

tial. Those of us who come from

the Diaspora can testify that Jews

in the Diaspora look upon Israel

as the corporate demonstration of

Jewish quality. Their enthusiasm

for Israel derives not merely from

their sense of pride that there is-

a Jewish State, with status, a flag,

statesmen, ambassadors, an army
and navy, and all the parapher-

nalia of statehood, but also and
more so from the quality of this

political entity, its courage, ideal-

ism, the readiness for sacrifice on
the part of its sons and daughters,

its reclamation of the soil, its de-

mocratic institutions, its extended

hand of help given to young na-

tions emerging into freedom and
independence, its cultural orea-

tions and its spiritual vitality.

These qualities reflect credit upon
Jews everywhere. Jews in the Dia-

spora feel consciously or subcon

sciously that thanks to the Jewish

State, their own status rises in the

eyes of their Gentile neighbors.

They want to see Israel serve as a

light to the nations." Indeed

many of them whose personal

lives do not measure up to the

highest standards find vicarious

satisfaction in Israel's excellence

and they want Israel to continue

to be excellent. Many look upon
Israel as their principal anti-de-

famation weapon. It is well to re-

cognize these psychological factors.

Perhaps it is unfair that they

should expect Israel to be the

model state, but they do. They

see in Israel something of Mes-

sianic fulfillment. ,

It may be added that a con-

siderable part of the Christian

world looks to Israel with the

same high hopes as a part of Bibli-

cal fulfillment, and that much of

its own feeling for Israel springs

from the highest Christian motiva-

tions.

Israel, however, should aspire to

be a model State and its citizens

should aspire to feel a high sense

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of mission not so much because

Jews outside Israel and non-Jews
wish it or expect it, but primarily

because this has been Israel's his-

toric destiny since the beginning

of Jewish history. The sense of mis-

sion has been at the root of the

consciousness of the Jewish people

as an "am segulah," a chosen peo-

ple. The fulfillment of its mission

is not possible in the Diaspora. It

is possible only where the Jewish

people as a people is free to de-

velop its national life and bring

forth its corporate characteristics.

And this sense of mission has been
tied in by the Hebrew Prophets

with the moral and spiritual salva-

tion of humanity as a whole.

Hence Israel's messianic concept

integrates Israel's salvation into

the world's salvation.

There is no doubt that from the

fathers of modern Zionism to the

founders of Medinat Israel, this

concept has been an important

motivation. Israel's preeminent

leadership, especially the older

leadership, notably exemplified by

President Ben Zvi and Prime Min-

ister Ben-Gurion, is for the most

part permeated by it. It is, how-

ever, not as noticeable as one

would wish in the younger genera-

tion of Israelis. Among younger

Israelis one finds a tendency to

gag at the imposition of such a

sense of mission. The young gen-

eration is good generation, brave,

stalwart, patriotic, and ready to

meet every emergency with every

sacrifice. But they want to be like

all the other nations, and when
one speaks to them of being "a

light unto the nations," they dis-

dain such preachments as "Zion-

ist," empty Zionist talk.

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Off To A Fine Start

1961 was the banner year of Israel Bonds, with total sales

of $57,214,300, an increase of 11 percent over the previous
year.

The goal of 1962 will be $66,500,000. This was resolved
on at the national Board of Governors meeting in New York
recently.

Chief reason for the heightened mark, Levi Eshkoll,

Israel's Minister of Finance told the Conference is Israel's

"population explosion," coming from a renewed surge of im-
migration into Israel from 61 countries.

Unlike other countries, Mr. Eshkoll said, Israel "wel-
comes, embraces the population explosion.'' Greater numbers
will add strength to Israel's economy and means even more in

terms of security.

However, housing, water, the facilities of industry, even
towns must be built for these newcomers. "We must roll back
the carpet of sand and nothingness covering the Negev for

2,000 years," Mr. Eshkoll told the conference. It is the Negev to

which the immigrants are taken on landing from their ships,

in cities almost as new to Israel as the immigrants themselves.

1961 was a year of growth for Israel. Her gross national
product registered an 1 i per cent gain over the previous year,
reaching a total of $2,625,000. Exports passed the $400 million
dollar mark, six times that of ten years ago. Unemployment has
virtually been eliminated. Israel has attained almost complete
self-sufficiency in agriculture.

There are of course many problems. There remains yei
the gap between exports and imports and above all there is

the herculean task of rehabilitating the Negev which now be
comes the number one task of Israel.

The inauguration of the national campaign of Israel

Bonds took place this year as usual in Miami from February
23 through the 25th. It was tied up with the celebration of the
70th birthday of Eddie Cantor, and produced sales of $1 8,000,-

000 worth of Israel Bonds. A fine start for the campaign, but
there can be no let up.

A Wise Decision

One of the most widely discussed topics at the annual
meeting of the North Carolina Association of Jewish Men in

Durham on April 15th was the Circuit Riding Rabbi, a pro-
ject of the Association since 1954.

There has been no Circuit Riding Rabbi for the past two
years. Despite herculean efforts, it has not been possible to

interest a rabbi in the challenge offered by this position, and
there is no immediate prospect that one will soon be available.

In the search however, it was revealed that there is

possibly available a man who holds a doctorate in Jewish edu-
cation, and who has held various important posts in this field

over a period of years. With this in mind, discussion was di-

rected at the Durham meeting, to the possibility of substitut-

ing Jewish education and public relations for the original idea..

Whether this would be advisable, or whether it would
work are matters of conjecture. Surely, however, no such de-

cision should be made without sounding out the communities
which would be the beneficiaries of this service, to determine
if this substitution would fit in with their requirements. This
of course, was the procedure when the Circuit Riding RabbL
was first projected.

The situation is further clouded by rather inexact infor-

mation as to which communities remain in the circuit. Some
of them, as for example, Whiteville, have since built their own
houses of worship, and understandably, cannot continue to

support financially, the Circuit Riding Rabbi, and at the

same time do justice to their own synagogue.

No one is more mindful of the tremendous impact that

the Circuit Riding Rabbi has had on Judaism in North Caro-

lina than are we, and no one has been more enthusiastic in

its support both in our editorial and news columns over the

years. And yet, with all due respect for a glorious past, one
must adjust his sights to the present and the future.

At the Association meeting held in Goldsboro in April

1 96 1 . we ventured a suggestion that immediately drew sharp

criticism in some quarters. We did not recommend, as has been
inaccurately insinuated, that the Circuit Riding Rabbi project

be discarded. What we did urge was that the project be re-

studied, and re-evaluated in the light of changed conditions.

At the Durham meeting, the members of the Association

voted to refer the matter to the incoming Executive Committee
for stud) and recommendation. This is exactly what we con

templated last year, and we consider this decision to be a wise

one.

We're For It

At a recent meeting of the American Jewish Congress,

held in New York City, United States Senator Kenneth B.

Keating, of New York, called for a Middle East Summit Con-

ference, to include the Soviet Union, and having for its pur-

pose the establishment of a durable peace between the State

of Israel and the Arab states.

Senator Keating said in part, "Of all the troubled areas

of the world, the Middle East is the only one where a summit
conference would offer hope of concrete accomplishments. The
proposal I would make is that we pick the summit we want to

ascend — namely, the Middle East — and convince the Arabs

and Israelis that they should join the climbing party. Here
would be an opportunity to make history — not fight history.

The Kremlin — summit minded — might wrell consider this as

a pilot operation in the direction they want to go."

The United Nations has repeatedly passed up its obliga-

tion to bring about an Israeli-Arab peace. Senator Keating's

proposal would aim at repairing this disastrous oversight. We
are for it, if only to call the world's attention to the importance

of the objective.

"We of B'nai B'rith

who today understand what it

means to be a Son of the covenant

. . . to care much about othei

people."

That other B'nai B'rith old-

timer had just been reading in

B'nai b'rith National Jewish

Monthly a whole column which

was all about today's meaning of

B'nai B'rith ... all about B'nai

B'rith's many goodnesses toward

other people in the world. That

should make a worthy column for

you. Please try it Segal, you. as

one of the old-timers."

Yes, I remember: Even far back

there B'nai B'rith, besides stand

ing socially so high in our world,

did (are about others also. It had

to do with serving kids in the Jew-

ish orphans' home in Cleveland; it

cared about oldsters who needed

comfortable home. Bui today we

are of B'nai B'rith have become

high social service agents.

A Turning Point

In Our History

In the eighteenth year after the

Warsaw Ghetto Revolt, and the

thirteenth year of Israel's Inde-

pendence, a new tradition is to be

inaugurated by the Jewish People.

The evening preceding the 27th

of Nissan — fixed by a law of the

Knesset as the Day of Remem-
brance of the Six Million — is to

be observed in complete rest, dedi-

cated to meditation and to spirit-

ual communion with our revered

martyrs and heroes, In our houses

and Institutions, we are to light

the lamps of Remembrance -

especially designed for this pur-

pose by order of Yad Vashem, the

"Memorial Authority" to foster

the eternal remembrance of im-

mortal six million fallen — as a

symbol of the memorial we have

implanted in our hearts and a

witness of our determination not

10 forget and not to let others for-

get their forlorn fate. And on the

morrow we shall open the doors

of the "Memorial Tent" on Har
Hazikaron (in Jerusalem) to in-

troduce a third custom: The
Eternal Light above the resting

place of the Unknown Ashes will

be rekindled. Subsequently, rep-

resentatives of the living remnant
of each destroyed community will

rekindle the Eternal Light on the

established anniversary of its an-

nihilation. By means of this cere-

mony the evil design to blot out

the names of the perished from
under the heaven shall not come
to pass. Let us hope that these

memorable ceremonies will de-

velop into a tradition that will

take its place alongside other mem
orable dates which have played a

decisive role in our survival and

rebirth.

This year marks also another

landmark in Jewish history. By ac

cepting the spiritual legacy of the

generation that was done to death

and by assuming the responsibility

for bringing to justice the crime

of the innocent blood that was

shed, Israel has assured the con

tinuity of Jewish history. This

year has seen the trial — held be

fore the tribunal of history — of

the genocidal conspiracy against

our people. One of our great men
said to me: "A prophecy is ful-

filling itself; The saviours shall

come up on Mount Zion to judge

the Mount of Esau'!"

Finally, this year also marked

a turning point in our children's

attitude toward the Catastrophe.

A new spirit prevades the Israeli

educational network. A bridge is

being built, linking the memory

of the massacred youth with the

conscience of the youth of Israel—

and we hope to project such a

bridge to the Jewish youth of the

Diaspora. The danger of an abyss

separating our generation and

that of the holocaust has been les-

sened, the danger of the Yishuv,

turning its back upon that very

Diaspora which gave us those na-

tional and cultural movements

which led to the creation ol the

State, has receeded. We ourselves

—and not only our youth—are to

blame for the deplorable errors

which have taken root in us with

regard to the cataclysm of Euro-

pean Jewry, and which actually

is a distortion of the truth. We
have subscribed, too quickly, to

the verdict: "They were led as

lambs to the slaughter."

Though we knew that these

helpless people, flesh of our flesh,

bone of our bone, were imbued

with faith in the moral values,

we permitted ourselves to reproach

them in our hearts, to reproach

our mothers and fathers, our sis-

ters and brothers, for not having

died the death ol heroes, as if

there is a greater heroism than

unanswering loyalty to the image

of God in which man is created.

We did not make it clear to our

children that there are diverse cat-

egories of courage. A people

dwelling on its soil, but surround-

ed by enemies, needs primarily

physical courage. But the valour

of a people without a territory ol

its own expresses itself through its

spirit, through loyalty to values,

such as charity and elucation, sol-

idarity on the very brink of the

abyss, matyrdom, which, under

certain circumstances, means sanc-

tification of life.

This brand of courage is in no

way inferior to the other. More-

over, not one day passes without

some new disclosure >. ith regard

to the dignity, resistance and he-

roic stand of our foredoomed

people. Day by day the fog rises

revealing the exploits of thousands

of fighters with and without arms,

and of innumerable saintly people

who lived and worked humbly,

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What Makes A Jew?

By Philip M. Klufznick

PHILIP M. KLUTZNICK

I'm not the steadiest disciple of

ritual. So my credentials for be-

lieving in formal religion might be

open to question. Yet I believe

wholeheartedly that without re-

ligion Jewish life loses its perpet-

uating identity. I say this not as a

casual expression of sentiment or

tradition. The primacy of religion,

with its organized institutions and

rituals, is fundamental to the term

"Jew" and to a continuing Ameri-

can Jewish community.

Religion as the Heartbeat

Jews are, first and enduringly, a

religious community. This may be

challenged by Jewish traditional-

ists who say Jews are not but should

be. and by Jewish secularists who
say Jews do not have to be. I might

agree with either if they could bol-

ster their view with a simple yet

inclusive definition of what, fun-

damentally, Jews are made of. The
more this is wrangled over the

stronger emerges the historical

evidence that underneath it all we

Jews are made of a religion. To this

may be added — or omitted — am
number of ethnic, political or cul-

tural definitions satisfying to the

historian or social scientist — or

even to the sentimentalist. But sub-

tract religion from Jewish people

hood and you remove the heart-

beat.

f once debated this with a man
who was both rabbi and scholar.

He disagreed. "I wish it were true

that Jews could not exist without

religion," he said, "but it isn't so

Look how many Jews are non-

observant." He proposed instead a

revision of my definition. "What
you really mean is that Jews share

a common core of Jewish values."

But no, I do not mean that at

all. If I did, then Jews could main-

tain these "values," and comfor-

tably so, as Quakers or as Unitar-

ians, Universalists or Ethical Cul-

turists, and thereby close the book

on Jewishness and its special status.

Tor it is at once Judaism's glory

and disadvantage that the essential

verities that derive from it -

monotheism, aspiration for social

justice and ideals of love, morality

and devotion to study — are no

longer its exclusive concepts. Their

acceptance is widespread, even uni-

versal. One does not have to pei-

sist as a Jew to preserve these

ethical values for himself. The
form ol their expression is another

matter.

Wide Range of Approaches

Is the bond, then, one of a com-

mon philosophy? Vet, as I see all

around me. the philosophies ot

jews throughout the world range

in a 360-degree circle and neither

the Zionist, the Yiddishist, the so-

cial democrat Biindist nor the Jew-

ish theocrat can claim for his phil-

osophy an unbroken link that

makes of Jews, everywhere and

through the ages, a people. Even

the religion of the Jews reveals

various and at times startlinglv

different images.

Yet there is and there always has

been a centrality to Jewish life, a

single cohesive force — its religious

character.

When the secularist rebels at

this he is quarreling not with the

principle but with his indifference

to it. Otherwise, why hold himself

out as a Jew? What is the common
group denominator between a

third generation secularist Jew,

whose link with his pious great-

grandfather has long been cut, and

the sabra of Israel, the black-skin-

ned Falasha of Ethiopia, the Jew
of Soviet Russia, the anti-Zionist

in Texas and the pious Talmudist

transplanted from Poland to a

hasidic enclave in the Williams-

burg neighborhood of Brooklyn,

Newr York? Not nationalism, race

language, politics, ideology, or

ethnic culture. It is religion.

That religion is the essence -

and here I offer no single formula

or quick, capsule creed of what

constitutes Judaism — is something

I have learned slowly; not as a

voungster in heder but in the pro-

cess of my own maturing as a Jew
searching out the meaning of a

Jewish life in a free America. Thir-

ty years of active adult participa-

tion in the infinitely varied ex-

pressions of this life have imposed

this conviction.

It is, I think, a glib and only

partially valid appraisal to hold

that Jews, especially those who are

secular-minded, remain Jews be-

cause of Gentile pressure. In our

voluntary American society, the

load to assimilation is open and

even comfortable for those who can

travel it with conviction. It is still

easier for their children. Yet the

great mass of American Jewry, no

matter how passive in its religious

behavior — and is it more so than

that of the average, unbanized Pro-

testant? — remains Jewish, unyield-

ing to all the pressures. It was

equally so in eras and lands of

enforced ghettoization where the

external pressures of the Gentile

community did help to catalyze a

flourishing, completely sustaining,

though insulated, Jewish life. But

the ghetto was something more
than Gentile prejudice; it also ex-

pressed Gentile exasperation with

Jewish resistance to conversion.

What is it that Jews cling to?

Rabbis affiliated with the Mizra-

chi, the organization of religious

Zionists, and those of the anti-

Zionist American Council of Juda-

ism may have answers that seem

poles apart. Yet each will speak

in his own vocabulary of the re-

ligious centrality of Jewish exist-

ence. We may try to inventory and

assign to separate compartment*

Jewish coherence by other generic

phrases: group loyalty, enduring

tradition, a common memory of

thousands of years of triumphs and

tragedies, a sense of mutual des-

tiny. Yet all of the loyalties, tradi-

tions, memories, and idea associa-

tions have one constant — an iden-

tification, however vestigial, of re-

ligious faith. One enduring thread,

however thin, runs through all of

the real or only apparent differ-

ences. Jews, whether pious, indif-

ferent, or rebellious to their re-

ligion, nevertheless remain Jews

because of that religion. Just as

among many non-churchgoing Pro-

testants, the basic identity remains,

manifesting itself at the very least

in important individual and fam-

ily events and crises. If there is a

house of prayer Jews do not go to,

they know it is a shul.

Judaism a Religious Civilization

To identify one's self as Jew is

not an experience in a social vacu-

um. It requires a community that

cannot be Jewish without its re-

ligious flavor. And every religion

needs its formalities for its expres-

sion: in our case, the synagogue

and the emotional elements of its

forms and rituals that give itl

character as an institution.

I differ from the traditionalist

and from the insistently protesting

secularist because each arrogates

Jewishness, or what he deems its

essence, to himself. I include them

both, along with all others who de-

clare themselves as Jews. Long ago

I accepted the universal image of

Mordecai Kaplan's thesis of Juda-

ism as a civilization because it ap-

peared to me to be the most suit-

able image, providing room for

everyone — the extremists of Or-

thodoxy and Reform, the in-be-

tween believer, even the non-be-

liever — who is born and remains

a Jew. This kind of comprehen-

siveness is responsive to the reali-

ties of the American Jewish com-

munity. And while it maintains

that Judaism as a civilization is

something more than religious

dogma and practice, it does not dis-

place the primacy of religion in

Jewish life. Instead, it offers the

concept of a civilization predicat-

ed on a religious base.

Of course, civilizations exist

without religion. But a Jewish

civilization cannot. Otherwise, it

might well have hardened into

Toynbee's unhappy symbol of a

"fossil." It has not done so because

the Jewish religion has both its

fixed compass points and its free-

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The Lesson of Shavuous
By Abraham W. Schoen

The most influential force current in the stream of con-

temporary American life is promotional activity. This activity

has not only influenced our choice of products, shaped our
thinking, and determined otir tastes, but has also invaded our

religious life. As a result, religion has been packaged in sugar-

coating, and in keeping with the fad of psychological orienta-

tion, has been peddled as a panacea for all of our ills. In order

to attract more people to houses of worship, almost every

device known on Madison Avenue has been employed. The
"campaign" has met with a statistical measure of success. Bui

most scholars agree, that relative to motivating a profound in-

fluence upon daily living and causing a depth of religious

awareness, contemporary religious hucksterism is meeting
with dismal failure. Consequently, we have the paradox of

more people affiliated with religious institutions, and fewer

people permeated with genuine religious depth and aware-

ness. Why this decline in religious devotion and loyalty? . . .

We are about to celebrate the festival of Shavuous. This
festival is associated with the greatest event in the history of

mankind—"Matan Torah"—the Giving of the Torah. In our
tradition there are two scenes connected with this event. In

the first scene, an atmosphere of tense anticipation is created.

Both young and old assemble about 'Mt. Sinai. Then amidst

claps of thunder and bolts of lightning, the Law is proclaimed.

But when Moses descends from Sinai, he finds the Israelites

worshipping a golden calf, and the Tablets are thrown to the

ground and are shattered. In the second scene we have an en-

tirely different picture. We find Moses, possibly burdened
with a heavy heart owing to the golden calf experience, trudg-

ing wearily up Mt. Sinai, and returning with the second

Tablets—this time, the Torah, say our sages, was given with-

out fanfare and tumult, but in silence and privacy. Indeed,

the Tablets given with all the advanced publicity and all the

tumult are shattered, but the Law given quietly and in privacv

has been retained to this very day.

Perhaps we in America today can learn a lesson from
these incidents recorded in the Bible.

For many years in America, the synagogue served only

one of its functions, that of a Beth Ha Tefilla—a House of

Prayer. Most people came to the synagogue for prayer alone.

However, owing to adverse Jewish educational circumstances,

resulting in great part from the exigences of modern eco-

nomic life, attendance at services dwindled, and this function

of the synagogue met with failure. Currently, owing to our
promotional activity the purpose of the synagogue as a Beth
Ha Knesseth—a House of Assembly—has shown a marked im-

provement, but it is failing to carry out its ultimate function

of influencing our complete pattern of living. Therefore, iv

might be well that we begin emphasizing the Beth Ha Midrash

—House of Study—aspect of the synagogue, where our corre-

ligionists will learn more about their culture, their history

and their heritage. It is my contention that if, instead of book

reviews, special guests, dedicatory services, and other "Spe-

cials" discourses and discussions on Torah and other phases

of Jewish life were presented in the synagogue, eventually

the synagogue would fulfill all of its designated functions.

Furthermore, it would have a profound influence on all our

activities and day to day behavior. Of course, such a program

would not be as appealing, at first, as the other attractions

which we publicize. But with the consent and cooperation of

the lay people. I believe it would eventually effect a genuinely

Jewish religious renaissance in America.

for itself or pay for its officers. It's

a bank Jewishly dedicated by way
of highest religion.

It's called the Hebrew Free

Loan; its Hebrew title is Gemiloth

Chesed Society and Gemiloth
Chesed means "repayment of a

gtood deed." Oh all the other

banks in our town have grown rich

in these 74 years, but the Gemi
loth Chesed bank keeps content to

feel richer . . . religiously, that is

. . . without ever a cent of interest

coming into its coffers.

(And I delight to report that

Gemiloth Chesed hasn't minded
the religions of people who have

come to it to borrow some money.
It has loaned also to Christians in

need of some money.)

It all began in the time when so

many of the Jewish people were

coming into our town out of Rus-

sia and out of Poland. They ar-

rived here almost penniless, of

course. They sought shelter in

tenement house in an area of the

city called the West End. It's all

torn down now, awaiting a time

when there may be a much hap-

pier reconstruction.

Well, the immigrants went
hunting for work by which to earn

^enough money . . . eventually to

bring their wives and children

over from Europe. That was the

main goal of having emigrated . . .

to make good lives for their fami-

lies.

There were so few jobs to be

had by them their education had
been in Torah and Talmud and
they had no occupations. Well,

anyway, they could go out on the

streets to peddle. I remember the

peddlers of that time in our town:

Bent bodies with heavy packs on
their backs almost creeping from

door to door under the loads.

They needed money to buy the

goods they were hoping to sell

from door to door . . . and that's

what troubled Moses Miller who
also had been an immigrant and

had finally established a tin-shop.

He was later to have a drugstore.

Yes, it was Moses Miller to

whom came the heavenly idea of a

free bank for these people • . .

that is to say a bank without the

least profit for the banker ... a

bank that asked no payment of in-

terest money, that cared only to

get them started toward happiness,

through a better way of living.

So Moses Miller founded Gemi-

loth Chesed Society . . . Hebrew
Free Loan ... in the year 1888.

He was joined by a group of

others who felt the same as he

about the higher practice of Juda-

ism. Yes they were all going to

schul each morning and evening

but they could feel that religion

which cared about its neighbors

might be as high as faithfully be-

ing in schul every day.

Mr. Miller became financial sec-

retary of Gemiloth Chesed ... he

made all the free loans out of the

society's treasury, did all the col-

lecting through all the 44 years,

until the day of his death in 1932

. . . to be this free money lender

was to Moses Miller a most sacred

job.

Thus many immigrants were

helped to start on their way to-

ward a living. Far back there $50

was the top loan which Gemiloth

Chesed could afford; today it's

$500. Most of those old-timer*

to whom money was loaned free

have gone off this earth by now
after paying it all back, and their

sons and their grandsons are

among the successful business men

of our town.

Sometimes it took long for a

borrower to pay it back, but Moses

Miller was patient. It was pay-

ment enough to be able to re-

joice in the success of the borrow-

ers.

So it goes on even unto this

time, 72 years after it all started;

though Gemiloth Chesed no long-

er has as many customers as it used

to have in the time when the pen-

niless immigrants were coming

over here and rejoiced to be able

to borrow money free . . . toward

buying a big bundle of goods to

carry on their backs from house

to house.

Now Moses Miller's Son . . . Mit-

chell Miller ... of 1307 Westmin-

ister, does the free work his father

-lid from year 1888 unto the day

of his death in 1932. Mitchell Mil-

ler thinks of this free job of his

as a sacred dedication . . . "But

now not so many come for free

loans as in the remote times of

my father. Times are so much
better now. We give today about

100 outstanding loans . . . and

some of them have been owing

quite a few years already; bui

we're patient. In time it'll all

come back.

"Today the free money of Gemi-

loth Chesed is being loaned to

help a family through sickness

... or to start a son or daughter

toward a career ... or perhaps it's

a little help toward payment on

a house. There are so many ways

of helping."

So this story ends here- I really

think it has to do with much high-

er finance than any Wall Street re-

port. And yes, I almost forgot to

tell that the name of Gemiloth

Chesed recently was changed to

Moses E. Miller Hebrew Loan to

honor the dedicated founder.
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Ben Hecht's

Distortions
!y Charles E. Schulman

A Review of "Perfidy"

BEN HECHT

This book, one of the cleverest

distortions of facts that it is possi-

ble to read, is intended to destroy

the confidence that has been plac-

ed in the government of Israel and

to denigrate its leadership.

Ben Hecht describes his volume

as "the latest of my sacrifices in

time, in strength and in the mak-

ing of powerful enemies.'' Chron-

icles of history — and Perfidy pur

ports to be such a chronicle —

usually do not start out with the

conscious aim of making "power

ful enemies." Nor do they deal in

diatribes. Hecht's book does both.

Moreover, his bludgeoning assas-

sination of character is in the best

Nazi tradition of vilification. As foi

his facts, they are badly twisted

links of the chain of events to

which he devotes himself. In short,

the propaganda and polemic of

Perfidy, slanted, vicious, mislead

ing, are better suited to Hitler's

Germany than to Ben-Gurion's Is-

rael.

Hecht's bitterest vituperation is

saved for the officials of the Jew-

ish Agency who, in his eyes, de-

liberately abandoned a million

Hungarian Jews to slaughter in

Auschwitz at the close of World
War II.

Hecht began writing the book
in 1955, he tells us, but put the

manuscript aside; six years later

he exhumed it from a drawer and

completed it. "I started to write,"

he says, "because I had been look-

ing at the world. I watched it fall

sick." The reader would have a

hard time associating the contents

of the book with the author's stat-

ed purpose in writing it. The
frenetic chapters constitute one

long, violent attack against the

members of the Jewish Agency in

general and Ben-Gurion, Sharett

and the late Chaim Weizmann in

particular. These Jewish leaders

are the villains of his piece: he

calls them the murderers of Hun
garian Jewry. And who are the

heroes? His own beloved associates,

the members of the extremist and

terrorist groups, the Irgun and the

Stern gang, active in Israel im-

mediately before and after the

War of Independence. Mr. Hecht's

distortion of facts appears early in

his book as he honors his friends.

Thus we read:

It was a handful that created

Eretz-Israel, just as a handful of

Irgun and Lehi fighters won its-

independence from the British

The creators were mostly Euro-

pean Jews — pick and shovel

dreamers, gun-toting visionaries

who beheld Jewish cities where

there were only Arab, Turkish and

English sands.

"Gun-toting visionaries," a most

appropriate description of Hecht's

associates, can hardly be expected

to find room in their hearts for

mere peace-loving Jews in Israel

who could practice havlaga — non-

retaliation against earlier Arab as

saults — and who, in time of crisis,

became the magnificent Haganah

;:rmy. In Hecht's book there is no

mention of the Haganah except in

derogatory terms. Yet the Haganah

represented the overwhelming ma-

jority of the Yishuv. Even Hannah
Senesch, the parachutist whom
Hecht cites for valor, was associat-

ed with the Haganah, as were

Reuven Dafni and other of hei

companions who dropped behind

the enemy lines in Europe. The
thousands among the Palmach

shock-troops, who bore so much of

the brunt of battle, were members
of the Haganah. But Hecht has no

word about them in his recital of

Israel's resistance to the British

and the Arabs. The "illegal" ship?

which rescued thousands of Jews

from the European graveyard were

mostly Haganah - manned and

operated. But all that we read

here is the not too modest claim

that a ship called "The Ben Hecht"

was in such service. Historians may
slant facts; they usually do not

omit them altogether.

The vehicle through which Mr.

Hecht levels his charges against the

Jewish Agency officials in the Kast-

ner trial, which began in Israel in

1954 and left a deep scar on the

country's life. The climactic part

of the book centers about the tes-

timony of Joel Brand, the Hun-

garian Jew to whom Adolf Eich-

raann made his infamous offer ol

exchanging a million Jews for ten

thousand trucks and thousands ol

tons of tea and coffee.

Brand went to Constantinople

to present the Eichmann offer to

the Jewish Agency and was sub

sequently arrested by the British

and held for some months by them

during the period when thirteen

thousand Jews were dying each

day in Auschwitz. Hecht sees in

Brand's experiences only Jewish

Entering the Army as a private

on Sept. 11, 1942 at Fort Bragg, he

completed basic training at Camp
Breckenridge, Ky. Shortly there-

after, he graduated from OCS and

became commissioned as a 2nd

Lt. During W.W. II, he served

brilliantly with the famed 13th and

82nd Airborne Divisions in the

European Theater of Operations.

Separted from the Army as a

captain in 1946, Irving attended

the University of North Carolina,

graduating in 3 years (1949) with

a Bachelor of Science degree.

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American Notables

Levi Charles Harby
1831

Captain in the United States Marine Service

By Harry Simonhoff

Spanish Jews had a penchant

for ancestery. Every one attempted

to connect with the ancient nobil-

ity of old Jerusalem; the more emi-

nent even traced their lineage to

the Royal House of David. Even

intelligent and scholarly Isaac

Harby could not resist the trend;

he preserved the legend that his

warrior ancestor, Isaac ben Solo

mon, bore the nickname herab—

hence the family name Harby, lit-

erally "my sword" in Hebrew.

He went on to state that his an-

cient forebears who survived the

destruction of the Temple made
their peace with Titus and so

journeyed in various lands within

the Roman Disapora. For cen-

turies they lived in Spain, then in

Portugal. The Inquisition forced

their migration to Northern Africa;

there, notwithstanding Moslem
bigotry, they could at least prac-

tice their religion. About the mid-

dle of the 18th century, Isaac

Harby served Morocco's "Em-

peror" (the title adopted by the

Sultan) in the capacity of lapidary,

which today means simply jewel

er. A sultan's palace is seldom free

of intrigue. And although Isaac

had the ruler's confidence, he

nevertheless found it expedient to

leave quite suddenly. Carroting

was a favorite pasttime in the Mo-
hammedan courts.

Isaac Harbie fled to England
and drowned his troubles by mar-
rying a young woman from Italy.

Their son Solomon changed the

spelling of his surname to Harby
and decided to live in the New
World. He landed in British Ja-

maica while the American Revolu-
tion was still on and in 1781 man-
aged to reach Charleston. Solomon

Harby married Rebecca, the daugh-

ter of Myer Moses who had con-

tributed money and supplies quite

liberally to win the war of libera-

tion. Their first born, Isaac

Harby, became the critic, play-

wright, journalist and classical

scholar, who attempted the first

reform of American Judaism.

In the 19th century's first quar-

ter, Charleston contained the larg-

est and best integrated community

in American Jewry. The reasons

are not too obscure. The port ol

a rich hinterland, this city enjoyed

prosperity. But it also had a tra-

dition of religious tolerance that

attracted Huguenots from France

and nonconformists from the Brit-

ish Isles and possessions. Jews be-

gan to infiltrate, and by 1750

Kahal Kodesh Beth Elohim was

formed. A goodly portion of the

congregation served the patriot

cause during the Revolution. Bv
the War of 1812, the majority were

native-born who had absorbed

English cultm-e and American

folkways. Confined no longer ex-

clusively to trading, the commu-
nity could point to its lawyers and

teachers, to its doctors and jour

nalists as well as merchants and

planters. There were three painters

and an architect in this American-

ized congregation.

Levi Myers, the third child of

Solomon and Rebecca Harby, was

born in 1793. Like Uriah P. Levy,

he set his heart on a career in the

U. S. Navy but appears to have

escaped the harrassments, the an-

noyances and the court-martials

experienced by his co-religionist.

At the start he avoided the error

Uriah Levy made in taking the

short cut towards a commission.

Levi Charles Harby, as he was sub-

sequently known, enlisted in 1807

as a midshipman. Serving in the

War of 1812, his vessel was cap-

tured he was impiisoned foi iS

months at Dartmoor, the notori

ous British prison that foreshadow

ed the modern concentration

camp. A Jewish baker sold bread

daily to the prisoners. One day

Harby refused to buy, evidently

because he was out of cash. The

baker insisted on "iving him a

loaf. On breaking the bread, he

found a newspaper account of the

American victory at New Orleans.

This was a signal for Levi Charles

to make his escape

On his return Harby regained

his position in the Navy and was

subsequently raised to the rank of

captain. The peace with Britain

that followed enabled the U. S.

Navy to punish the Moslem pir-

ates who preyed upon American

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Woman's Eye-View
By Marianne Zeitlin

The other day we had an old

friend visit us. A compatriot and

colleague of my husband. He was

the Israeli composer Ben-Zion Or-

gad. Ben-Zion, who is the Super-

visor of Musical Education in Is-

rael, on a Sabbatical this year from

the Ministry, had received a fel-

lowship from Brandeis University

where he spent the past season. In

the summer he had been invited

by Aaron Copland to Tanglewood

where he won the 1961 Sagalyn

Award for his orchestral composi-

tion "Kaleidoscope." He is also the

winner of the 1961 coveted Israeli

Engle prize for best musical com-

position.

I asked Ben-Zion to tell me
something about himself as a com-

poser, but he demurred, feeling —
and justifiably — that a composer

can only really be known by his

music. But he did tell me. about

one of his experiences as a Recon-

naisance officer in the Israeli Re-

serve Army which, while it may
not have anything to do with his

music directly, cannot but in-

fluence it in some way.

Every year for six weeks, Ben-

Zion leaves his wife and two chil-

dren in Tel Aviv, and goes into

active reserve. A couple of years

ago he was posted in the heart of
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the Negev near the Mountains of

the Nabateans. This is the area

where Dr. Nelson Glueck has been

making an archaeological survey.

The mountains have enormous

riders which thrust upward dra-

matically from a plateau which

stretches for miles. Behind these

mountains is Jordan and they had

seemed to form a natural, impreg-

nable boundary.

At that time a large number of

infiltrators were believed to be

hiding in this area of Israel and

rumor had it that there was a

patch through the Rotem Ridge.

The Rotem (a kind of flower)

was the highest of the ridges,

springing some 200 feet skywards

w'th walls like polished glass, and

deep ravines encircling it. To
imagine that this ridge was pas-

sable seemed like the height ol

improbability but the Israeli army

is not one to pass up any possi-

bility and elected Ben-Zion, re-

nowned for his adventurousness,

to head the mission to find the

alleged path of the Rotem. He
was given a map of the area as it

was hitherto known and found

himself fascinated by the names

on it, such as Havadi Halavan

(White Valley); Ramat Hazip-

porim (Birds' Heights); Har
Hamichya (Mountain of Life).

These were Hebrew translations

of old Nabatean names, the people

who inhabited the area about

1,000 years ago.

Ben-Zion chose his colleagues

for the mission for their boldness

and daring. One of the boys,

Ovadiah, was a Yemenite "tough,"

known for his pluck and courage.

But he rarely said a word. Early

one morning, at the break of

dawn, this hardy band of men was

transported by car as close as pos-

sible to the Rotem Ridge. Ahead
of them stretched some thirty miles

of plateau filled with knifelike

ravines. Taking their compass and

following their noses they started

out.

In the late morning they came
across an old Nabatean village,

the streets and houses of which

were almost perfectly preserved be-

cause of the dryness of the desert,

There was a little Armenian
church which must have been

erected around the period of the

First Crusade. Now there is re-

"America began as a sobering experience. The colonies

were a disproving ground for Utopia." So says Daniel Boorstin

in his book, THE AMERICANS.
We might go one step further. For many of the early colon-

ists, America was a rude awakening. These were the something-

for-nothing men . . . the "let the government do it" men . . . and

the lazy ones . . . the dreamers and fanatics out of touch with

reality.

For these, the implacable challenge of America was a stone

wall on which they dashed to ruin. But from their wreckage,

others rose. The Washingtons, the Henrys, the Jeffersons and

more—known and unknown.
They were individuals, tough minded, dedicated. These

men had a deep, unshakable faith in God and believed in hard

work and personal integrity . . . men with their two feet solidly

on the ground.

These men made America. From the sobering experience

of reality, from the rude awakening of the unrealists, they forged

the strongest nation that the world has ever known.
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construction being done on this

village but at that time they en-

countered an awesome silence. The
water wells were just large enough

to admit a wineglass, no doubt in

order to preserve it from evapora-

tion. The ground underneath

them was obviously not virgin and

in spite of the surrounding bar-

renness, the ancient Nabateans

and later the Bedouins, found a

way to cultivate the wasteland.

In front of them was a large en-

closure with steep walls and a

white bottom which seemed like

a giant shoe box.

After the village

they encountered even greater ra-

vines and on they trudged until

they reached the Birds' Heights,

again aptly named, for unbeliev-

ably, at this great height, there

were more birds clustered than in

the entire desert. The big ridge

became closer, and the closer it

became, the steeper the hills, like

a front guard against any intrud-

ers. As they approached it they

felt as if the walls were closing in

on them, and the play of light and

dark was hypnotic. When finally

they reached the bottom of the

ridge and surveyed it through

their binoculars, they were certain

it was impassable. The natural

steppes which had been created by

centuries of falling: waters were

over 150 feet in height. However,

nearby there was a pyramid of

sand which the wind had blown

off the ridge and as this seemed

the only possible course, they

started up it. It was terribly dif-

ficult going, sinking as they did

with every step. The hour was

growing late and the dark would

soon be upon them. As soon as

the\ leached some firmer ground,

they decided to camp for the night.

A sheltered ravine seemed the best

choice to protect them from the

dangers of the desert night as well

as from the cold and they arranged

themselves as if in an ambush.

By the time they had finished

eating and settled at their posts,

it was quite dark. They hoped

that the next day would bring

them better luck for they had dis-

covered, when they had passed the

first big ridge, that it was but the

first of many. Wearily they zipped

up their sleeping bags and wide

eyed lay back trying to adjust

themselves to the black night that

enveloped them. Suddenly they

cried out simultaneously. There

stretching before them, as if paint-

ed on a black canvas, was a path,

gleaming in the darkness. It was

the Ma'avar Harotem, (the Path

of the Rotem), leading definitely

in the desired direction, illumi-

nated by a mysterious fluorescence.

Revitalized, they jumped up and

started to follow the enchanted

path. Suddenly Ovadiah, the

rootless, inarticulate boy, started

to sing the Song of Songs in the

original Yemenite version, in a

haunting, beguiling voice. In spite

of the fact that any sound increas-

ed tenfold the danger of their

mission none of them could find it

in their heart to stop him. It seem-

ed so fitting a testimony to the

moment.

In their shrink-

ing community it was not often

that a couple could find mutual

attraction 'ogether with parity of

pedigree. As the 19th century

reached its middle, the Spanish

Sephardim would not think of

marrying into any group of Ash-

kenaim, whether German, Polish,

Hungarian, or Lithuanian. Con-

sequently they were doomed to

oblivion.

The Harby couple appear to

have settled in Texas, and as the

Civil War approached, the Cap-

tain reached his 68th year. Obvi-

ously too old for active service, he

evidently resigned from the U. S.

Navy. But the new Confederate

Navy had need of all the trained

officers available. His 52 years of

experience were too valuable to

pass unnoticed. Given command

of the boat Neptune in the Con-

federate fleet at Sabine Pass,

"Commodore" Harby rendered

good service to the cause he

believed in and distinguished

himself at the Battle of Galveston.

Faithful at all times to his reli-

gion, he received support from

his wife, whose devotion to Juda-

ism matched his. She was a He-

brew scholar and taught the first

Jewish Sunday School in Texas.

She was also a founder of the

Ladies Hebrew Benevolent Society

of Galveston. When Capt. Levi

Charles Harby died in 1870, his

last words were: "There is no god

The inno-

cent statement, "I hear you are

going to Israel," was followed with,

"Will you look up my cousin

Rivke in Tiberias? Tell her we
are fine, and that my youngest son

is named for her father." Or, 'My
Arnold is working on a Kibbutz in

the Negev, 10 miles from Sodom.

He writes he's got such a rash.

Could you carry a dozen bottles

of lotion to him in your luggage?"

Or even better, "When you get to

Tel Aviv, there's a young lady

working in a flower shop next door

to the hotel. Tell her I have a

wonderful boy for her. She should

write air mail if she's interested.

(She is liable to come herself, air-

mail, if she is interested.)

More supercilious are the six-

trippers. Sheer kindness motivates

them. They know everything there

is to know about traveling in Is-

rael. And they are going to tell

it all to me, even if I miss my
plane.

"perfidy," claiming without sub-

stantiation that the Jewish Agencv

officials deliberately betrayed
Brand to the British because they

did not wish to save Hungarian

Jewry. They prevented Brand from

going to Ankara to see the Ameri-

can Ambassador because they were

indifferent to the Jewish fate in

Europe. Thus he writes:

The Jewish Agency, led by Ben-

Gurion, Sharett, et al, kept its Jew-

ish look through the years of the

extermination of Europe's Jews.

But it remained unwavering in it«

loyalty to British policy. When
British policy required silence and

inaction toward the extermination

of Hungary's Jews, the Jewish

Agency and its now world famous

factotums upheld this policy. Not
once did the Jewish Agency in-

form the world and the Jews of

Palestine of the mass murder of a

final million Jews being done in

Hungary and Auschwitz. Neith-

er the headlines of Ben-Gurion's

press nor his innumerable orations

during this time made reference to

the matter of the murder of Jews.

A reading of Howard Sachar's

lucid chapter on the Kastner trial,

in his recently published book

Aliyah, discloses how much Mr.

Hecht deliberately omitted from

the facts behind the Jewish

Agency's effort to rescue Hungar-

ian Jewry. The record, corroborat-

ed by the evidence at the Eich-

mann trial, puts the Jewish Agency

in an entirely different light.

From it we learn that when the

news of the Eichmann offer reach-

ed the Jewish Agency, none of its

spokesmen — Bader and Avriel in

Turkey Moshe Sharett and Eliahu

Dobkin, Gideon Rafael and Shmu-
el Ben-Tsur in Palestine — was

optimistic about Nazi good inten-

tions or British cooperation. But

they went into action at once. They
interceded with the British Manda-

tory officials in Jerusalem, but met

with failure. Sharett then flew to

London to appeal directly to Eden.

He was not successful. At this

point, Ben - Gurion and Sharett

authorized Bader to Wire Kastner

in Budapest proposing a meeting

with S. S. leaders on neutral terri-

tory. The British government sabo-

taged this possibility by announc-

ing that it would not countenance

any negotiations with the Nazis for

any purpose. The Jewish Agency

turned to the United States. Lawr-

ence Steinhardt, the American Am-
bassador at Ankara, was informed.

He promptly notified Washington.

As a result, Ira Hirschman headed

an official American mission to

plead with the British on behalf of

Hungary's Jews. Ultimately this

mission ended in failure because

the British would not permit ne-

gotiations with the Nazis under

any circumstances. The Jewish

Agency then appealed to President

Roosevelt who sent a personal let-

ter to the Hungarian Regent, Ad-

miral Horthy, warning him that he

would be held to strict account

after the war for the extermination

of Jews. The King of Sweden was

contacted, and he sent an impas-

sioned letter to Horthy on behalf

of the Jews. The diplomatic corps,

represented by the Papal Legate,

Monsignor Angelo Rotta, inform-

ed Horthy that the whole world

was aware of what was going on in

Hungary and protested the atroci

ties against the Jews.

Hecht undoubtedly had access

to these facts, yet he chose to settle

all blame for the extermination on

Jewish Agency officials. And now
here in his book does he indicate

what his own Irgun group contri-

buted to the rescue of Hungarian

Jews.

Hecht draws a portrait of Brand

as a man convinced that he had

been betrayed to the British by

the very Jewish officials in whom
he had placed so much trust. But

His nerves

were frayed and he shook visibly.

Tamir cross-examined him cir-

cumspectly at first, shrewdly re-

fraining from casting aspersions on
Brand's integrity. Then - -

"Is it not true that once you call-

ed Kastner a swine?"

Brand flushed. "A man says

many things when he is under pres-

sure. I was naturally upset by the

failure of negotiations."

Suddenly Tamir moved in: "Ad-

mit that the government has plac-

ed you and your wife under pres-

sure to testify on behalf of Kast-

ner! Admit that it was the Jewish

Agency which turned you over to

the British and sabotaged "the res

cue attempt!"

It was sheer histrionics unsup-

ported by evidence thus far pre-

sented and certainly repudiated al-

together by Brand's testimony.

Brand's reaction was furious and
strident:

"You are trying to exploit me
for your party's interests. You are

wallowing in the blood of our peo-

ple!"

famous Institute at Rehovoth to

house the Jewish scientists he was

rescuing from the jaws of Hitler.

He ignores the heroic contribu-

tion of Haganah, the army which

contained the majority of Israel's

hardy people, while he glorifies a

small segment of the Israeli popu-

lation, noted more for terrorism

than for constructive national en-

deavor.

He completely disregards the

available material concerning the

efforts of Ben-Gurion, Sharett and

others of the Jewish Agency to save

Europe's Jews, while spattering

them with his billingsgate.

But Ben Hecht is right about one

statement he makes. His "sacri-

fice," as he calls this book, will, as

he says, make powerful enemies —
enemies of distortion and sham and
deceit. The people whom he has so

viciously attacked have already

earned their honored place in Jew-
ish life. Ben Hecht has yet to at-

tain it.

He
received his Masters and Ph.D. at Harvard in the Division of
History and Philosophy of Religion.

He is the author of a number of books and articles includ-
ing: "Modern Philosophies of Judaism," "Banner of Jeru-
salem," "Guideposts in Modern Judaism," "The Evolution of
Jewish Thought," etc.

Dr. Frimer was Ordained at Hebrew Theological College
in Chicago, and received the degree of Doctor of Hebrew
Literature from Yeshiva University. At present he is preparing
a thesis for Ph.D. in Higher Education at New York Univer-
sity.

Again—The Middle East Impasse
President John F. Kennedy has learned from many sour

ces, that the "honeymoon is over", as far as he is concerned. We
have no desire to add to his discomfit, if indeed, he feels any.

for any politically partisan reason. But the recent action of the

United Nations Security Council in censuring the State of

Israel in its interchange with Syria brings back to mind the

high hopes engendered by the election of Mr. Kennedy based
on his most direct committments and the pledges of his party

to make a solution of the Arab-Israel impasse one of the first

orders of business of the new administration.

We, of course, are not naive enough to put much faith in

election campaign promises. Yet when a man of Mr. Kennedy's
political stature goes out of his way to make a positive com-
mittment, one can be pardoned if he asks the question. "How
come?"

Wr
e are discouraged not so much by the complete inactiv-

ity of the administration in his highlv important area as we are

by the thought that the high motives which prompted the pre-

election pledges might have deteriorated.

One of the Democratic party's platform planks adopted
in Los Angeles in i960 said in part, "We will encourage direct

Arab-Israel peace negotiations." President Kennedy augment-
ed this with the promise that his administration would lose no
time to bring about these conferences.

Chester Bowles, a special advisor to 'Mr. Kennedy, deliver-

ed an address before the National Bi ennial convention of the

American Jewish Congress held at New York's Waldorf Astoria

Hotel April 12th- 15th. in the process of accepting the First

International Award of the Congress. In oulining his views for

a realistic American Middle East policy, he said in part, "'A

persistent, patient effort should be made to find some basis of

co-operation between neighboring Middle Eastern nations."

While this is not inconsistent with the Kennedv pre-election

promise, it is a considerably watered-down version, and the

grave question arises whether it now reflects 'Mr. Kennedy's
thinking.

Senator Jacob K. Javits wrote an article in the Mav 12th

issue of Congress Bi-Weekly entitled "What Is The United
States Policy In The Near East?" In it he raises this and other

kindred questions. In commenting on the "piece-meal" ap-

proach that our State Department is taking in Israel-Arab

matters Senators Javits refers to a telegram sent by 10 senators

to the State Department on March 27th, asking for the Depart-

ment's position regarding the promised negotiations between
Israel and the Arab states. He quoted the reply received, as

follows:

"The Department is convinced that before direct negotia-

tions can become politically feasible, and in order to enhance
the prospects for a fundamental improvement in Arab-Israeli

relations, considerable progress can and should be made on the

most serious differences which divide the parties. One such

dispute is that relating to the fate of the approximately one

million Palestine Arab refugees."

Quite properly he commented on the reply:

"I believe we have a right to know from the President

whether his announced policy or the State Department's do-

nothing policy is to prevail in the conduct of our Middle East

affairs. Are we to have the kind of intiative he proposed in

August i960 when he said that the White House should "call

in a conference the leaders of Israel and the Arab states to con-

sider privately their common problems' —or, is it to be the

State Department's insistence that initiatives are counter-pro-

ductive and that whatever may be offensive to Arab sensibili-

ties must be scrupulously avoided by the United States?"

Of the many problems in international affairs confront-

ing us, and there are many, we consider none of greater im-

portance than the peaceful solution of the Arab-Israel impasse.

What further can be done to bring this about is one of the

things that are keeping our statesmen awake during normal
sleeping hours.

We can only keep on hoping for the answer.

A New Approach
"Some Of My Best Friends", the work of two of B'nai

B'rith's Anti-Defamation League top brass, Benjamin R. Ep-
stein and Arnold Forster, and published by Farrar. Straus and
Cudahy, contains little that might be considered new. Perhaps

that isn't quite fair, and should be qualified. Let us put it

this way. There is little that is new for those of us who have

been close followers of the fine work accomplished by ADL
and are therefore more or less familiar with what they say. For
those who know ADL but casually, much of what the book
details will probably be new.

What definitely is new in "Some of Mv Best Friends" is

the approach. Most of the previously ADL sponsored treatises

have had to do with the overt, plainly-on-the-surface type of

intolerance. This work, for the most part concerns itself with

the subtle, under-the-surface, hidden kind of anti-Semitism,

which, for obvious reasons, is more difficult to combat.

For us, much of the import of the cases cited lost its

strength by reason of the fact that the supporting statis-

tics were from five to ten years old. In these fluid times the ac-

curacy of such antiquated statistics may be open to question.

The authors state, at the conclusion of the book, "This

book has not dealt with the problem of the blatant professional

hatemonger of his cohort, the amateur rabble-rouser, but pri-

marily with the respectable American who discriminates be-

cause he has accepted without question a false Jewish stereo-

type created for him by someone else."

Within the limits of this area it can be said that they

have done the job well.

Yes, yes, Mr. Mc it's so lovely

outside . . . away from my type-

writer . . . and I certainly do wel-

come a letter which relieves me
from having to sit here at work in-

side my apartment. The trees all

around are so lovely green and

roses are beginning to bud on a

bush in front of the house. Thanks,

thanks, Mr. Mc, for helping me to

escape from the typewriter on this

beautiful day; thanks for your

letter which takes my column over

in this happy hour which is mov-

ing toward the loveliness of sum-

mertime.

Mr. Mc is writing: "As you may

iguess by my signature . . . 'Mr.

Mc,' that is ... I was not born

Jewish, but Irish rather. This letter

is all about the Jewish lady whom
I rejoice in as my wife. She remains

nobly Jewish in the ways of her

life, and of mine also.

"Oh, I so well remember! My
own people weren't happy at all

whon we were married. They said

married into another religion . . .

it was no good at all for me to be

so far away from their own . . .

und they insisted I should rather

marry a girl of our own church.

And neither were my wife's parents

happy in me whom they spoke of

as 'goy.'

"So, in order the less to offend

her parents and my own we chose

to be married neither by a Chris

tian minister or a rabbi. We were

married legally by an officiating

magistrate.

"I so well recall the day we wert

married. Our meditations were

about both of our religions. I said

to my wife that she would live up

to the highness of her Judaism,

and I . . . well I myself would try

hard to live up to the highness ol

Jewish religion in our family.

"As Christian I knew well the

nobility of Judaism; the son of

Cod whom I had been taught to

worship was a Jew and he had

preached goodness out of the Old

Testament. I said to my girl 'oh,

we're not far apart religiously,

since by Jesus' teaching we, I too,

was brought up on the good teach-

ings out of what you know as the

Torah. We can walk high to-

gether.'

"You see, we had long before

come to understand the meanings

of each other. Ye were brought up

together in the same elementary

and high schools; we had gone to

the same college. We couldn't feel

apart, despite that we had been

brought up in different religions.

That is to say, they are known as

different, though we were of the

same God and though the addition-

al divinity whom I was brought up

to worship was as Jewish as the

lovely girl I was marrying.

"So we were married, and mv

good wife continued faithfully on

the way of her Jewish religion.

Well, she didn't keep what you call

exactly a kosher house, but she was

faithfully in the temple on the

Sabbaths, and I myself went along

with her there on the days when

my job would let me do that. In

the temple I could discern no dif-

ference of divinity between Juda-

ism and the religion in which I

had been brought up. I found

there the same One God,

and, in fact, I could not feel strang-

er there to the Jesus who was as

Jewish as my good wife. I read the

prayers out of the Jewish book

with deep reverence.

"We brought three children in-

to the world. As one who was

born Christian, I could see no re-
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ligious offense in my good wife

bringing up those kids Jewishly.

Yes, we were all of the same God
whom the Jewish people knew and

served long before the people of

many of the others of us who did.

I said to my wife, 'Yes, I want them

to be brought up as Jewishly as

you . . . good along the higher

ways of life. And that's as good as

being brought up to be worthy

Christians or decent Moslems, or

of whatsoever faith that's decent.'

"Well, we're now well along in

our years and our children have

grown up to be worthy people,

walking along the highway of good

Jewish living. I myself have con-

tinued to accompany my wife to

the temple on the Jewish holidays

and on many of the Sabbaths also.

Long ago my own people became

reconciled to the Jewishness of my
wife and to my own willingness to

go along with her on the good way

of the Jewish religion which, as 1

see it, is the way of all the re

ligions . . . that is to say, if people

only followed those ways!

"One of our boys . . . now up in

his teens . . . has been talking of

wanting to become a rabbi some-

day, and I say, 'O.K. it will be so

the world to know a rabbi whose
last name begins with 'Mc' And
thanks, Mr. Segal, for giving space

to my letter ... if you give it."

And thanks to you, Mr. Mc, for

your letter which enables me to

get going out into the loveliness

of this springtime in a hum'.

Ben Gurion, Thy Name Is

Controversy
We do not know who is responsible for the colloquialism,

"I don't care what they say about me, as long as they mention
my name," but we were thinking about it when we read of the

latest pronouncement, on June 12th, of David Ben Gurion,
Israel's belligerent Prime Minister. His utterance has once
again made him the subject of controversy.

In the course of addressing a joint meeting of the Ameri-
can Jewish Congress and the Government of Israel in Jeru-

salem. Mr. Ben Gurion said that he questioned whether Ameri-
can Jewry would survive when the United States evolved from
what he called a nation of groups into a unitarv state, "in per-

haps ten or fifteen years."

Dr. Julius Mark, senior rabbi of Temple Emanuel in New
York city, in his sermon on June 23rd took distinct issue with
the Prime Minister.

"It is exceedingly unfortunate," Dr. Marks said, "that a

man of Mr. Ben-Gurion's intellectual stature and world-wide

prestige should from time to time, disregard the sage counsel

of our ancient teachers who counseled wise men to be heedful

of their words lest their disciples be misled and Heaven be
profaned."

He recalled that about a year and a half ago Mr. Ben-

Gurion provoked a storm of protest when he was quoted as

having said that Jews living outside Israel were godless and
violated the precepts of Judaism every day. Although the Pre-

mier explained later that he had been quoted out of context

and misunderstood, Dr. Marks said:

'The fact remains that unless a man who occupies a posi-

tion of prominence is heedful of his words, he is bound to be
misunderstood, his clarifications and disclaimers forgotten

while his unfortunate remarks are remembered."

Questioning whether a man as "knowledgeable" as Mr
Ben-Gurion could seriously write off American Judaism in ten

or fifteen years, the rabbi said that there were more synagogues

in the United States than ever before and that the loyal mem-
bership of congregations was greater.

In Cincinnati on June 23rd, at a session of the Nineteenth
Annual Plenary Conference of the National Community Re-

lations Advisory Council, Dr. Maurice N. Eisendrath, presi-

dent of the Union of American Hebrew Congregations said,

"American Jewish life has never been more visible, more viable

and more vibrant than it is today. This is our best answer to

those prophets of doom, such as the Prime Minister of Israel

and others."

At this same gathering, Irving Kane, president of the

Council of Jewish Federations and Welfare Funds, commented
that this community was "neither in complete chaos, nor deca-

dence, nor doomed to a sterile assimilation."

American Jewry, he said, was "consistent" in the desire

to "fulfill our obligations to our fellow Jews here and in Israel

and to our fellow men everywhere; to make our maximum
contribution to American democracy; to maintain our religious-

and cultural integrity."

And so, Mr. Ben Gurion continues to have his name
mentioned. Whether for good or otherwise, he apparently

doesn't care.

Pilgrims—New And Old
1 he old techniques in Israel are changing. Back a few

years ago, when the immigrant came in. he was taken to a

maabarah where he lingered often for months, until by the

grace of God. somehow he found his niche.

Today very often a shipload of immigrants are taken di-

rectly to some site in the Negev prepared in advance and lo f

there is a new town!

It happened in America too. When the Pilgrims came on
the Mayflower back in 1620, they disembarked on the bleak

and rockbound coast and lo, the town of Plymouth was born.

This of course is not the usual way. More often their

growth has been fortuitous. Some one settles somewhere, may-
be near an old Indian trail. Then another comes along and
another and there is a village.

Nor is the Plymouth settlement entirely a counterpart of

what is happening in Israel. The town of Plymouth had not

been prepared in advance for the Pilgrims. Though the Pil-

grims had a London agency behind them they did not really

know where they were going specifically, and half of the May-
flower passengers in the Massachusetts winter died of starvation

although the woods were full of game and the seas of fish.

They had not been prepared to cope with the new situation.

The Jewish Pilgrims are better prepared, but the Negev
of course has a tremendous water problem. Happily, this is

taken care of by the huge pipes, made with the aid of Israel

Bond financing, which is the key to the economic development

but they were persuaded to remain, and today they are happy

residents in a growing town of more than 6,000. a town enjoy-

ing all of the modern comforts.

But the Pilgrim must expect some anguish. Dr. Joseph J.

Schwartz of the Israel Bond organization has told how the

settlers of the Negev city of Dimona on first arriving, looking

at the cheerless site, refused to leave the bus in the beginning.

The latest of the new towns to arise is Arad, whose popu-

lation is expected to reach 40,000 when all facilities for dwell-

ing and working are completed, and before long it will take

its place as another live Negev city alongside Beersheba and

Elat, flourishing centers booming with life and activity.

If it were not for the builders where would the shelter-

seekers now be?

RABBIS' WAGES

My friend J. F. brings me the

question: "Segal, how high do you

think a rabbi's wages should go?"

>le had been to another city where

ALFRED SEGAL

he heard of a quarreling contro-

versy which is going on in the

congregation of one of the tem-

ples.

"It's all about the rabbi's

wages," he went on. "How much

to pay him. He had been hoping

for a raise to $18,000 a year, and

many of the congregation are re-

plying that $18,000 is too high.

They are saying that many of

themselves don't have an income

that high, even though their jobs

are more worrisome and difficult

than dieir rabbi's.

"As one of the members said to

me, 'My own income as a salesman

is $12,000 to $14,000 and I man-

age to feel quite content even with

all the troubles which go along

with the efforts to make sales. We
have our own house ... a very

nice house, by the way; our chil-

dren are going on to higher edu-

cation.'

"Then the man went on: 'Does

a rabbi really need $18,000 a year

or more? Does it help the religious

dedication of his congregation to

have to pay him that much out of

' their own pockets, even though

the income of many of them are

iquite less?

"Yes sir, shouldn't a minister of

religion be one of the more con-

tent of us ... to be willing to

keep going along on wages more

modest, though high enough to

keep him and his family living

comfortably and educationally?

Should we of his congregation,

most of us happy to live on less,

have to put up more to hear his

sermons? Isn't $18,000 a bit high

for a rabbi's pay?"

Well, my friend, J. F. was bring-

ing the question to me out of that

other city . . . "What do you say

about that? You can make a whole

column of it. Just how much
should the modest members of a

congregation have to pay out of

their own pockets? Please tell 'em

Segal!"

Well, this Segal hesitates. What
will rabbis think of him if he

speaks up in the way J- F. sug-

gests? Oh, I've been depending on

rabbis to help me on my way to

heavenly reward . . . though in my
time of long life there are tired

moments when I look forward

rather to resting deep down in the

earth forever, after the sympathet-

ic prayer of the rabbi.

But, anyway, I'm thinking,

shouldn't the economic philosophy

of our rabbis and other ministers

of religion be somehow higher

than that of us others? Oh, I my-

self rejoice upon receiving a bit

more money in my wages from

time to time, though I had been

getting along OK on the pay-

check I had been receiving week-

ly. More money . . . what for.

after all? Some more dollars . . .

and so what?

The latter higher philosophy is

only momentary; then I go on to

rejoice at having a bit more mon-

ey ... but what for? How would

T feel about more money if I had

become a rabbi? (Yes, there was a

year in my younger life when I

was on the way toward being a

rabbi of the Hebrew Union Col-

lege).

And suppose I had become Rab-

bi Segal? My congregation was

paying me $10,000 a year. Would

I call for a raise in wages? I like

to believe . . . though it's all imag-

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"God Help Me"
A Review of Dr. William B. Silverman's Opus Published by The MacMillan Company.

DR. WILLIAM B. SILVERMAN

It has long been our conviction

that there has been a vast mis

conception of what is meant by the

term "religion". We are convinced

that religion is frequently con

fused with dogma, ritual and

creed. Following this thinking we

sheer away from what are really

the true essentials-

To our way of thinking religion

is in a deep sense an individual

concept. We are of the opinion

that an individual's religion is

determined by the point at which

he ceases to apply cold, stark rea-

son, and accepts in faith.

Our sole purpose in injecting

our own purely personal views is

that we believe Dr. William B.

Silverman's new and important

volume, will be variously received

by the many, (we hope) who will

read it. As to ourselves, we found

it an engrossing, informative work,

written with remarkable erudi-

tion, and reflecting many hours

of studious research.

The author is concerned witn

our definition of God and how we
may find him. The sub-title of

"God Help Me" is "From Kinder-

garten Religion To The Radical

Faith" The author devotes an ap

preciable portion of the book's

beginning to an attempt to define

God. It is here that he uses the

term Kindergarten Religion, not

necessarily because it is the think-

ing of children, but rather that it

is the infantile thinking of many
adults as well. This is a part of

his series of negative approaches

about what God is not, and these

are continued with his chapters

"What Not To Believe About
Prayer", "What Not to Believe

About the Bible", "What Not to

Believe About Man", and "What

Not to Believe About Immortali

ty".

From the treatment of Kinder-

garten Religion the author pro-

ceeds through a discussion of re-

ligious maturity and finally pie

sents the radical, prophetic faith

which he terms, "The Faith For

To-Morrow."

In discussing the future. Di.

Silverman obviously projects an

ideal, not necessarily a Utopia,

but a state to which he hopes we

will ultimatly come. He is cogni-

gant, as must we all be, that it

will take nothing short of a revo-

lution in our thinking to convert

from what we are to-day, to what

we should be.

In this connection his views in

opposition to capital punishment

lead to references on the taking hu-

man lives. We rather looked for-

ward at this point to a discussion

on the killings that characterize

war, but found nothing, which was

not too surprising as that is a

subject that could take a whole

book in itself. Perhaps that will

come to us later in a following

opus.

As far as we are personally

concerned we would have prefer-

red that Dr. Silverman had gone

into less detail in his discussion on

integration and civil rights. Not

that we consider these matters re-

quire hush-hush treatment, but we

feel that the point made could

have registered with less space. By

a peculiar co-incidence, we were

reading concurrently with "God

Help Me" that other sterling new

book, "Some of My Best Friends",

by Benjamin R. Epstein and

Arnold Forster. We were reading

the Silverman book at the office,

and the one by the B'nai B'rith

men at home. When we came to

the chapter in "God Help Me"
entitled "Souls Have No Color ',

we thought for a moment that ve

had switched books. We heartily

agree with Dr. Silverman's premise

that ministers, priests and rabbis

cannot stay out of politics and

our social life. But to do more

than make this point, is to our in-

dividual thinking going way ovit

into left field; to devote as much
space to a discussion that didn't

make a compensating contribution

to the major subject.

Dr. Silverman has established an

enviable reputation in the field

of human relations. He holds,

among his many honors, an hon-

orary degree of Doctor of Divinitv

from Northland College, for out-

standing service to Christian-Jew-

ish relations, and a citation from

the Governor of Minnesota for

work in mental health. He has

lectured variously at Vanderbilt

University, and Fisk University

in Nashville, Tenn. He is present-

ly Senior Rabbi of Temple B'nai

Judah in Kansas City, Mo. It was

our privilege to know him when

he was with Temple Emanuel in

Gastonia, N- C, 1943-1946.

There was also in his make-up

an element of the irrational thai

sometimes got him into trouble,

but also won him everlasting fame

But lor Fremont, California might

not have been a part of the U.S.A.

His unorthodox conduct clashed

with the army authorities. He was

court-martialed and found guilty.

By this time his popularity was

such that President Polk found it

necessary to pardon him. He had

purchased a tract of land on which

gold was subsequently found. In

stead of earning millions, this land

was lost after protracted litigation.

In 1850 he was sent to represent

California in the U. S. Senate.

One day in August 1853 this

Byronesque leader with plenty of

personal magnetism met and in

vited Solomon Nunes Carvalho to

join his new expedition for ex-

ploring the Far West into Cali-

fornia. Carvalho succumbed to

Col- Fremont's charm and im-

mediately consented. This was sur-

prising in a 38 year old aesthete,

who had led a sheltered life, and

who had written a treatise on the

Biblical origin of the universe, en-

titled The Two Creations. Born

in Charleston, he had in his 20th

year set up as a portrait painter

and had received a silver medal

from the South Carolina Institute

for his Moses Receiving the Tab-

lets of the Law on Sinai, which

was destroyed in 1838 when the

Beth Elohim Synagogue burned

down. Fortunately Carvalho had

drawn a sketch of its interior so

that today we can still see the

' spacious and elegant" Synagogue

described by LaFayette and dedi-

cated in 1794 before Gov. Moul

trie and his large entourage ol

military and civilians. But his best

known paintings are the portraits

of Rabbi Isaac Leeser, the leader

of American Orthodox Jewry, and

of Thomas Hunter, the founder

of Hunter College in New York.

It also seems strange that Fre-

mont should have selected a sen-

sitive artist to join his party of

ten Indians, two Mexicans and

five Americans for an expedition

that called for the toughest kind

of physical an/1 moral fibre. But

fremont was born in Savannah

and studied at the College of

Charleston. Evidently he recogniz-

ed the loyal, impulsive, hardy, ad-

\enturous nature of Carvalho and

put on his persuasive charm to

win over a fellow Southerner,

whom he understood and appre-

ciated. Besides being a painter,

Carvalho was expert in handling

the recently invented daguerreo-

type photography, never before

utilized in explorations.

Autumn was well advanced by

the time the expedition got under

way. Winter is obviously not the

season for climbing the Rocky

Mountains. The planning and

timing reveals the queer streak in

Fremont's make-up, the impracti-

cal knight-errantry that fails to

provide sufficient food against

starvation-

Month after month the heroic

band blazed its vanishing trail

through dense forests in ice and

snow. Winding alongside the ma-

jestic mountains, a slip on the

narrow ice-frozen path might

plunge man or beast into the deep

valley or river beds far below,

lood supplies dwindled; the ex

plorers had to kill their pack

horse and fry the meat in melted

tallow candles. When a beaver

was shot or a porcupine killed, the

starved men celebrated a holiday

least. Finally all beasts of burden

were consumed, and there was dan

ger of cannibalism among the de

sperate hunger-crazed crew.

Carvalho was second in com

mand and a favorite with the

tough-minded group. No hardship

could weaken his confidence in or

loyalty to his chief. He writes,

'While suffering from frozen feet

and hands, without food for 24

hours, traveling on foot over

mountains of snow, I have stop-

ped on the trail, made pictures of

the country, repacked my ma-

terials, and found myself frequent-

h with my friend Egloffstein who

generally remained with me to

make barometrical observations,

and a muleteer some five or six

miles behind camp, which was

reached only with great expense of

bodily as w^ell as mental suffering-

The great secret, however, of my
untiring perseverance and continu-

ed success wras that my honor was

pledged to Col. Fremont to per-

form certain duties, and I would

have rather died than not have

redeemed it. I made pictures up

to the very day Col. Fremont

found it necessary to bury the

whole baggage of the camp, in-

cluding the daguerreotype appa-

tatus."

The vice-commander on one oc

casion saved the entire party from

massacre. A stray horse had been

shot for food and some Indians

collected its value. About 30 miles

further a different band of In-

dians claimed the horse. Then
Utes had good horses, were armed
with bows and arrows, rifles, and
greatly outnumbered the explor-

ers. Fremont saw the peril and re-

sorted to strategy. He knew his

lieutenant to be a crack shot and

gave him an order in secret.

Garvalho started gun practice

with a Colt six shooter and hit the

bull's-eye six times. Cleverly shift-

ing revolvers, he invited the chief

to try his skill with a pistol which

the Indians thought had already

fired six times. The only guns the

red men knew needed reloading

after each shot. Amazed that the

whites had a weapon that could

shoot indefinitely, the Indians

withdrew and went their way.

Conditions became desperate

Malnutrition brought on scurvy

and diarrhea. Their emaciated

bodies wrapped in tattered shreds

scarcely had sufficient strength to

drag over the snow that might

cover a hollow deep ravine. One
of the band died of starvation and

exposure- When all hope began

to abondon even their indomita-

ble leader, help came unexpect

edly from a Mormon outpost.

Carvalho was taken to Salt Lake

City. With rest, food and care, he

gradually regained health. He re-

mained for a time with the Mor-

mons and did a painting of Brig-

ham Young, their governor.

As the story of the hazardous

adventure spread, Fremont's rep-

utation as a daring romantic ex-

plorer captured the public imagi-

nation. Carvalho enhanced his

Colonel's fame by writing a book:

Incidents of Travel and Adven-
ture in the Far West; With Col.

Fremont's Last Expedition Across

the Rocky Mountains; Including

three Months' Residence in Utah
and a Perilous Trip Across the

Great American Desert to the Pa-

cific.

In 1856, the newly formed Re-

publican Party nominated Fre-

mont for President. But for his

anti-slavery views he might have

defeated the pedestrian James
Buchanan, and the name Abra-

ham Lincoln would have remain-

ed unknown outside of Spring-

field, 111. Carvalho would prob

ably have been a member of Fre-

mont's cabinet.

At all times Solomon Nunes

Carvalho remained faithful to tra-

ditional Judaism. His articles in

Leeser's Occident reveal concern

over the assimilationist tendencies

in the older strata and the leaning

toward extreme Reform in the

more recent arrivals- In the early

days of Los Angeles he helped to

form a Hebrew Benevolent Society

for mutual aid and for burying the

dead- In Baltimore and Philadel-

phia he took a leading part in Jew-

ish communal and religious life.

While not a great artist, his paint-

ings are nevertheless sought after

by collectors. They would deem it

a fortunate stroke to find anything

from the brush of the dashing

artist who achieved fame as a path-

finder in a great American adven-

ture.
