Crises And Judaism In 5725
Guest Editorial by Dr. William B. Furey,

Executive Director, North Carolina Association

of Jewish Men

Days of Awe usher in the Jewish year 5725 as they have

throughout the millenia of Jewish history. Following a period

of intense personal preparation during the month of Elul, the

Yomim Noraim, Rosh Hashonah, Yom Kippur and the inter

vening Days of Repentance, signal a period of individual soul-

searching, self-invenLory, cheshbon hanefesh. During this inter-

val of psychological catharsis, man stands on the threshhold

separating yesterday from tomorrow. Utilizing the imagery of

the U-n'sah-neh Tokef, which epitomizes the central theme of

the High Holy Days, man passes in judgment before his Maker
as a sheep before its shepherd. During this judgment-passage,

man's future is determined on the basis of past behavior,

mitigated by resort to prayer, fasting and deeds of righteous-

ness. These days bring man as close to God as present society

allows.

As man relates himself to Deity and contemplates his

precarious position in the world, his significance becomes as

a piece of dust. He becomes aware of the flight of time, as one
year gives way to another; he begins to sense the vanity of

material possessions, as he meditates over his frailty and the

uncertainty of his life. In humility, as he permits his senses

and intellect to guide him rather than passion and emotion,
he is moved to acknowledge the Lord as the source of life and
blessing, as did his forefathers throughout the ages.

Contrary to popular opinion, these High Holy Days are

not sad and gloomy; they are solemn and uplifting! They arc

holy days, and in Judaism holy days are also holidays. Solem-
nity and joy, in our faith, go hand in hand. We read in the

Holy Writ that we must "rejoice with trembling." In acknow-
ledging the supremacy of God, there is a spiritual exultation

which transcends the physical trials. Thus, for instance, through
fasting on the Day of Atonement, Jews endeavor to approxi-

mate a complete spiritual life, to acquire an exalted mood
which will continue throughout the year following to influence

his thoughts and actions. True repentance can lead to new
insights, to deeper happiness. The period of the Jewish New
Year aims to help the Jew cast off the burden of a guilty con-

science, which estranges him from God and his fellowmen, to

extirpate hatred from his heart, to desire to express the best

and noblest that is within him. Thus, if properly used, the

Yomim Noraim can be days of spiritual uplift that will bring
about inward changes in our life and contribute to a better

society and true happiness!

Here, as elsewhere in Judaism, the emphasis is essentially

on the practice rather than the theory or abstraction. "Lo
hamidrash ikar, elah hamaaseh—-Not the academic principle is

primary, but rather the performance of the deed which is

based on the principle," advocated our sages. A number of

times in the course of the High Holy Day liturgy, for example,

we recite a catalogue of sins, in the "Al chet." These are more
than prayerful words to be uttered even in reverent mood,
These represent a checklist of the potential errors of man -

and, in their recital, the worshipper inventories himself, asks

himself whether he has been guilty or innocent of each cata-

logued sin. Where innocent, he pledges himself anew to such

righteous behavior; and where guilty, he confesses the sin,

tries to understand what motivated it, and then resolves to

make every effort to avoid committing it in the days ahead.

This annual stocktaking and resolution of more accep-

table behavior in the eyes of God and man is central to Juda-

ism. Mistakenly, many feel that attendance at synagogue and
worship therein at this season clean one's slate for the future;

but this is not so! Worship, fasting and repentance can atone

Jewishly only for the sins man has committed directly against

God. When man has sinned against his fellowman, he must
first personally "make his peace" with his fellowman before

taking his case to God. We recall with nostalgia our fathers

making the rounds of those with whom they had dealings

during the year ere they made their way to shul at this season.

How relevant become these Holy Days in the autumn of

1964! A country in the midst of revolution, a land which must
choose a leader and a team of coworkers enveloped by passions

and animosities, a world being torn with convulsions of anta-

gonisms, a universe on the threshold of new discoveries and

conquests — all of these throw down the gauntlet of a chal-

lenge. As our late, martyred President, John Fitzgerald Ken-

nedy so aptly put it, "Man holds in his mortal hands the

power to abolish all forms of poverty and all forms of human
life." Which shall it be? What role can we people of religion

and faith play in the unfolding drama? When challenged.

"Asked what you can do for your country," — and humanity,

what will our answer be?

Let us, therefore, take advantage of these High Holy
Days. Let us throw ourselves into the penitential and human
mood of our ancestors. Let us honestly take stock of ourselves;

let us pray, reflect, meditate, confess and arise purified, re-

solved to try to contribute to the reshaping of our society out

of love and peacefully. Let us return to the sources where our

fathers drew their strength and inspiration. Let us answer the

trumpet summons "to bear the burden of a long twilight

struggle year in and year out, rejoicing in hope, patient in

tribulation, a struggle against the common enemies of man:
tyranny, poverty, brotherly differences, disease and war itself."

Let us, in sum, becoming co-partners with God these High
Holy Days in helping Him establish His Perfect Kingdom of

Peace on earth, "bim-hay-ro v'yomaynu — quickly in our

time."

Then, can we truly say, "Leshanah tovah tikasevu

v'saychasaymu! May all be written and inscribed for a Happy
New Year, 5725!"

My good papa . . . long, long,

I keep on remembering . . .

even unto my ripe age . . . my
papa's Rosh Hashonah philosophy

. . . "Yes," he went on, "Rosh

Hashonah has to do with being

a decent person in the world and

raring about our neighbors."

Yes, papa said this to me not

only that one time of his life and

of mine, but he spoke to me thus

often through most of the years

of his life . . . and on every Rosh

Hashonah.

To him Rosh Hashonah was a

holy day not just for being regu-

lar in schul; it had to do with

every day of life, with serving

God by righteousness, such as

caring even about a neighbor of

a darker skin than one's own.

but does this picture represent

a snapshot or a portrait? Does

it catch the American Jewish

community at a particular mo-

ment and offer a mere external

and superficial resemblance, or

does it show the deep-seated char-

acter of the community? More in-

formation is necessary to answer

this question than a glance limited

in time and space. Yet the answer

is especially important for us to-

day, if we want to steer ourselves

into some meaningful future rath-

er than drift into emptiness and

insignificance. The first rule in

planning is that set down by Soc-

rates: Know thyself!

The Jewish Publication Society,

therefore, undertook to look into

the matter of the American Jew-

ish personality: what are we really

like? It entrusted the task to Pro-

fessor Oscar I Janowsky, an ex-

perienced investigator who is en-

dowed with a combination of es-

sential gifts. As a historian he has

a sense of perspective. As author

of a good many books, he knows
how to organize his material in

terms of presentation, interpreta-

tion and emphasis. Having con-

ducted several nation-wide sur-

veys, he knows how to evaluate

statements, facts and statistics.

Above all Dr. Janowsky presided

over the creation of a similar por-

trait some thirty years ago. For

Editor, The Jewish Publication Society of America

that volume, too, he assigned

various aspects of American Jew-

ish life to men and women expert

in their respective fields. The book

which resulted from that effort en-

titled The American Jew: A Com-

posite Portrait, portrayed our com-

munity in the 1930s. It proved

very much worthwhile and it was

widely discussed.

The past thirty years, however,

have witnessed some fundamental

changes in the Jewish people, both

in the United States and in the

world in general. That first book

was done before the European

Jewish calamity and before the

birth of Israel. At that time, about

60% of the American Jewish com-

munity were native born as against

the over 90^' today. Then one still

had European, especially East-

European, Jewry to set cultural

standards for the Jews of the

United States, whereas since then

American Jewry has been thrown

upon its own resources. Inevitably

the picture has changed.

This is why the new book has

been called The American Jew: a

Reappraisal. In compiling it, Dr.

Janowsky used the same method:

He asked men and women who
know the American Jew to set

down in clear terms the Jewish

situation in those areas of Jewish

life and culture in which they are

thoughtful authorities. Beginning

with a historical survey by Jacob

R. Marcus to provide background,

there follow essays in the econom-

ic, philanthropic, cultural, organi-

zational, religious, and every other

important phase of Jewish life.

They point out the facts, and also

submit the resultant problems.

They avoid the temptation to

prophesy, but each essav encour-

ages further discussion. The book

concludes with an evaluative sum-

mary by its editor.

No doubt each reader will do

his own evaluating over and above

that of Dr. Janowsky, even as we
propose to do here. What, for

example, do the following facts

mean for the future of American

Jewry? Poverty among them hav-

ing been reduced to insignificant

proportions, American Jews can

be classified as belonging to the

middle class. This has already

brought about a shift in political

attitudes; but what will it mean

to philanthropic attitudes and or-

ganizations? Still largely business

men, Jews have been turning to

the professions and white-collar

jobs which may not make for open-

handed, philanthropy. What will

this mean for the upbuilding of

Jewish institutions in the not too

distant future?

Sixty per cent of the young

American Jews go to college.

Another year. Another Yom
Kippur.

Such is life and we have to face

it, for as we add another year and

another Yom Kippur a sudden

mellowness takes hold.

The mellowness usually brings

on a feeling of reflection, to 1 look

back over the wall of years, what

has happened to us, and then a

peek into a scrim above the wall

into the future.

For it is again on Yom Kippur

that I, along with millions of my
faith, forego two meals — abstain

from touching water or food and
observe fully the intent and pur-

pose of the holiday.

So, Yom Kippur is one day in

the year I can always count on
losing some weight: two or three

pounds, al most. And it is also

the day I lake it upon myself to

sav to me I will continue to eat

less and less from now on. I must

lose weight. Not that I had been

told. I'm active enough to keep

the figure constant. But lor all

the stories you hear and hear, it's

better to take off five or ten

pounds during the year. Who needs

it?

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THE SIGNIFICANCE OF BROTHERHOOD

The following is an address made before the Knights of Columbus,
Charleston, S. C. by Rabbi Burton L. Podoll, spiritual leader of K. K. Beth
Elohim, in that City.—THE EDITOR.

Reverend clergy, gentlemen —
it's rather difficult to determine

just what is most significant here

in Charleston tonight — the oc-

casion of Lincoln's birthday, the

fact that this is the beginning of

Lent or that a rabbi is addressing

a meeting of the Knights of Co-

lumbus! Although each factor de-

serves an amount of our thought

and consideration, I'm afraid that

I must concentrate my attention,

and direct your thoughts, to my
presence here tonight — and it is

an occasion that I view with a

tremendous amount of pleasure,

hope and challenge.

I stand before this group tonight

in an historic position, which

may or may not have been known
to your program chairman, Ken

Johnson, when he invited me to

speak to you. On this day, Febru-

ary 12, 1964, as far as can be de-

termined, we are witnessing the

first time in Charleston history

that a rabbi has been called upon

to address a formal, representative

group within the Catholic com-

munity. And yet, as unusual and

hopefully auspicious as this mo-

ment then becomes, it is perhaps,

most appropriate that it was I

who received this unique invita-

tion. Not I as Burton Podoll, but

rather as the spiritual leader of

Kahal Kadosh Beth Elohim.

I refer to this because on Hasell

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THE SHOFAR ECHOES THROUGH
THE AGES

By Dr. H. Rabinowicz

Symbolism is woven, like a sil-

vered thread, through the tapes-

try of Jewish life, adding richness,

color and depth to every day, and

to the holy days in particular.

Every festival, be it major or min-

or, has its own significant sym-

bols, its own meaningful cere-

monies. Supreme symbol of Rosh

Hashanah, New Year, is the Sho-

far and as many as Meah Kolloth

(one hundred sounds) are general-

ly heard on that day. Rosh Hash-

anah is known by five different

names: the two names used in the

Torah, Zikron Teruah (a memo-

rial proclaimed with the blast of

horns), and Yom Teruah (a day of

blowing the horn) are both based

on the Shofar.

The sounding of the Shofar

marks the climax of the impassion-

ed Rosh Hashanah Service. This

is the time when "even the fishes

in the sea tremble with terror,"

the moment when the worshippers,

tense and awed, rise as one man
to their feet. Their eyes are on

the Bimah where the Baal Tekeah

{Sounder of the Shofar) and the

Baal Makre (prompter) stand be-

fore the congregation robed in the

flowing folds of the traditional

white garments. The greatness of

the occasion rests upon them and

gives them unwonted majesty in

the eyes of the people.

In ancient times the Shofar was

widely used. It played a part in

coronations, and when Absalom

sent spies throughout all the

tribes of Israel, they warned the

people saying, "As soon as ye hear

the sound of the horn, then ye

shall say: Absalom is king in He-

bron' ". The Bible records that

when Solomon was crowned,

"They blew the ram's horn; and

all the people said: 'Long live

king Solomon.'"

The Shofar, like the siren, was

also used as an alarm or danger

signal, and the Prophet Amos asks

the rhetorical question, "Shall the

horn be blown in a city, and the

people not tremble?" At the end

of the 49 year cycle, on the Tenth

of Tishri, a blast of the horn pro-

claimed the Yovel (Jubilee), as

commanded in the Torah, "Then

shalt thou make proclamation

with the blast of the horn on the

tenth day of the seventh month;

in the day of atonement shall ye

make proclamation with the horn

throughout all your land."

The Shofar was also used in the

service of God. David, musician-

king of Israel, brought the Ark of

the Lord to Jerusalem, "With

shouting and with the sound of

the horn" and in the Psalms he

urges, "With trumpets and sound

of the horn, shout ye before the
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living, ill- Lord." Man\ of ihe

great events in Jewish history

were associated with the Shofar.

At the Revelation at Mounl Sinai,

"All the people perceived the

thunderings and the lightnings,

and voice of the horn." The wails

of [ericho fell miraculously alter

they had been encompassed seven

times by seven priests bearing

seven rams horns, "And it shall

be, that uhen they make a long

blasl with the ram's horn, and

when ye hear the sound of the

lioni, all the people shall shout

with a great shout; and the wall

of the cit) shall tall down flat."

Strategist Gideon used the Shofar

in psychological warfare. "When I

blow the horn, and all that are

with me, then blow ye the horns

also on every side of the camp,

and. say: For the Lord and lor

( . icleon!"

The shofar was si ill in fairly

common use during Talmudic and

Mediaeval times. Whenever a ban

of excommunication (Herein; was

enacted, the formula was read, wax

candles were lit and the shofai

was sounded. It was used to herald

the Sabbath and to announce a

death. The Talmud records that

R. Hammuna "chanced to lie in

a town named Darn, suddenly he

heard the note of the horn and

he knew by this signal that some-

one had just died."

In the realm oi eschatologv, too,

the Shofar is heard with literally

epoch-making effect. At the end

of days, the angel Michael sounds

the trumpet with a mighty blast.

Then Elijah the prophet brings

forth the Messiah and the great

Golden Era is inaugurated. As

the Shofar sings out again and

again, momentous events take

place: the primeval light reap-

pears, the dead arise, the Shechi-

nah becomes visible and the tem-

ple stands in all its perfection.

P'hilo Judaeus, writer of Hellen-

istic Judaism, is the forerunner of

many scholars and philosophers

who delve into the significance of

1 he Shofar on Rosh Hashanah. In

Talmudic times, the story of the

Akedah (the Binding of Isaac) was

closely associated with the Sholar.

"Blow a ram's horn before me so

that I may recall on your behalf

iht binding of Isaac son of Abra-

ham and shall count it to your

credit as though you had bound

yourselves before Me."

Saadia Gaon (892-842) gives ten

reasons for the blowing of the

Shofar: the Creation ol the Uni-

verse, the beginning of the Ten

Days of Repentance, the Revela-

tion at Sinai, the exhortation of

the Prophets, the destruction of

the Temple, the Sacrifice ol Isaac,

cultivation of reverence and fear,

reminder of the Day of Judgment,

Messianic age and Resurrection.

Two centuries later. Maimonides

stresses the moral aspect of this

Command. "Although the blow-

ing of the Shofar on the New Year

is a Scriptural decree, a suggestion

is hidden (herein: that is to say

"Awake ye sleepers from your

sleep and ponder your deeds: re

member your Creator, ye who
have forgotten the truth by pre-

occupying yourselves with the van-

ities of the world and have ened
all your years in vanity and empti-

ness which neither profit nor suc-

cour. Give heed to your souls, and

mend your ways and deeds. l et

everyone of you abandon his evil

way and his wicked thoughts."

As the quadrennial presidential

election approaches, American
Jews can be assured that once

again they will be treated to a

spate of articles on whether there

is or is not a "Jewish vote." The
fact that social science has in

many respects resolved this prob-

lem is as likely to be ignored in

1964 as it was in previous elec-

tions.

Jews behave differently from

other religious or ethnic groups,

and this difference persists even

when we hold constant for such

factors as age, income, education,

recency of immigration, etc. Fur-

thermore, Jews not only behave

differently with regard to issues

or candidates where the Jewish

question is overt (for example sup-

port for Israel or when a Jevv
T

is

running against a Gentile) but

they behave differently with re-

gard to most political questions

and issues. There is, of course, no

formal mechan ism thai organies

the Jews to vote.

What do we know specifically

about their behavior? The follow-

ing generalizations have been suf-

ficiently documented to justify

their wider dissemination.

1.—Jews tend to support left of

center parties. This means that

in the United States they vote for

the Democratic party and support

its liberal wing. They are found

in numbers far out of prop.)] lion

to their percentage of the total

population in such organizations

as the Liberal Party of New York,

the Americans for Democratic Ac-

tion, the Reform Clubs of New
York, the Democratic Clubs of

California or the reform groups

in Chicago.

2.—With regard to political at-

titudes, Jews tend to adopt a ' lib-

Liebman

erai" or permissive position with

regard to civil liberties and with

regard to public welfare issues

(government intervention on be-

half of economically disadvantaged

groups) and foreign aid. Their lib-

erality on all these issues disting-

uishes them from most other

groups. Union members and work-

ing class groups in general, and

this includes many American Cath-

olics, tend to be as liberal as the

Jews with respect to welfare is-

sues but anti-civil liberatarian

with respect to such issues as free-

dom of speech, rights of minori-

ties, etc. On the other hand, upper

income and better educated groups

tend to be civil-libertarian but are

opposed to welfare state measures.

3.—There is some tendency for

Jews to support a candidate of

the same religious or ethnic iden-

tify but this tendency is much less

pronounced among Jews than

among any other religious minor-

ity or ethnic group.

Knowing how Jews behave is

important. Understanding why

they behave this way is a more

critical question. Unfortunately

our information here is quite

limited.

An obvious explanation for Jew-

ish behavior is in terms of Jewish

values. There are, as one writer

(Lawrence Fuchs) maintains, tra-

ditional Jewish values "which

tend to make the Jews liberal in

the context of American politics."

According to Fuchs, the distinct-

ive values of America's Jewish sub-

This month 1 have been asked

to comment on the article that

appeared in LOOK magazine of

May 5, 1964 entitled "The Van-

ishing American Jew"; and to of-

fer some suggestions on the trends

on campus in interdating and in-

lermarriage.

Jewish students live, think, study

and act in accord with the gen-

erally prevailing patterns of their

Christian peers. Interdating is seen

to be a social necessity, a logical

outgrowth of equalitarianism and

liberalism on the American scene.

The individual is to be judged in

his or her own right as an individ-

ual, and the values a Jewish stu-

dent shares in common with his

Christian friends are more import-

ant often than the values he

shares in common with other Jews.

Third, a rabbi or counsellor on
campus has a difficult dilemma
in coping with interdating. He is

torn between his desire to be ol

genuine help to the young people,

his desire to accept them on their

level; and his role as a custodian

of the Jewish tradition and also

as an authority figure who stands

in. locus parenti, in place of the

parents to reinforce Jewish allegi-

ance and identification.

These three factors suggest sev-

eral tentative approaches to the

problem:

1) We must single out those

features of Judaism that are most

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The "Old Time Religion" Goes Modern
By Israel Wohlgelernter

Postwar America has experienc-

ed a new wave of religion. All as-

spects of American life — social,

political, academic — have respond-

ed to it. The inhibitions of the

twenties and thirties regarding re-

ligion no longer prevail. As sex

became proper parlor conversation

after the First World War, so re-

ligion is now spoken of without

embarrassment or apology in the

best of society.

Surburban society, we know, is

in a large measure religiously or-

ganized. A politician must now

identify himself with some denom-

ination and be prepared publicly

to bare has religious heart. Re-

ligion has also been readmitted

to the groves of academe after an

extended leave of absence. Divin-

ity schools are well-endowed; de-

partments of religion are flourish-

ing; and religious issues receive a

hearing, drawing attentive audi-

ences. Religion has also profited

by the paperback revolution where

religious titles are displayed prom-

inently in campus bookstores.

Manx forces have contributed

to this upsurge of religion. We
will direct our attention to Juda-

ism, the third great American re-

ligion, in specific terms of Ortho-

doxy.

Wie es christelt sich so yidelt

says a perceptive Yiddish proverb

ov "As the Joneses go, so go the

Coens and Cowans." Second and

third generation American Jews

have made the most of this re-

ligious boom in these last twenty

years. As elaborate church-cen-

ters arose in all surburban com-

munities so more elaborate syna-

gogue-centers were built. As church

affiliation grew, synagogue mem-

berships increased proportionate-

ly. Religion seems to be "bustin'

out all over."

This

extensively furnished school is

housed in an ultra-modern cater-

ing-center synagogue establishment

which serves as the Jews' identity

pass into American society. In

these postwar years, Jews have

been living with a grave and dra-

matic edi lice-complex which is a

reflection of the social forces ob-

taining in the middle-class com-

munity at large.

Not to be outdone, Orthodox

Jews have also entered the race,

albeit somewhat late. I refer, ol

course, to "Americanized" Ortho-

dox Jews, many of whom live sim-

ultaneously in the two worlds of

Pumpaditha and Pompeii.

Surburban and, to a lesser de-

gree, urban Orthodoxy has be-

come fashionable. We, too, have

arrived and are riding the crest

of the religious wave in America.

We are becoming, more articulate,

more vocal and more organized.

We are erecting bigger and better

buildings and are attempting to

prove the possibility and viability

of an acculturated, yet undiluted,

halachic community within the

great American democracy.

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The Rabbi And The Community
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By Dr. Samuel Belkin

DR. SAMUEL BELKIN

There are certain problems,

with which we must seriously con-

cern ourselves. Firstly, the Rabbi

alone cannot be the symbol and

embodiment of those things which

Judaism requires from each of its

members. He cannot be the sole

guardian of Jewish ideals nor the

community agent for the observ-

ance of Torah. Yet how often have

we heard tell of communities that

are unable to provide a Koshci

home for the Rabbi whom they

have requested, if that be his need.

The members of the Synagogue

understand fully that the Rabbi

must observe Kashrut, but see no-

thing wrong in their own negative

attitude towards its observance.

The Rabbi thus becomes not only

the representative of the Jewish

community and the authoritative

interpreter of Jewish tradition but

the sole personification of things

Jewish. This present-day gap be-

tween the Rabbi and the laity

with regard to religious observ-

ance is one of our most challeng

ing problems.

One of the peculiar results of

this situation is the assumption

by the laity of certain preroga-

tives not within its purview. The
Rabbinate, in carrying out its duty

of teaching Torah and Judaism,

has always been the accepted au-

thority and guide for Jewish life.

No matter how observant or

learned a community might have

been, all questions pertaining to

Synagogue practice and religious

observance were always '.lecided

by the Rabbi. Even in those com-

munities where laymen were as

learned as the Rabbi — for the

Rabbi has no monoply on learn-

ing—his ruling was always accept-

ed. Was it for this purpose that

he had been chosen by the com-

munity as its leader?

Today, however, when our laity

openly admits its lack of Jewish

learning and its laxity of observ-

ance, perhaps, because of these

very factors, it has relegated to it-

self the authcrity of decision in

matters of religious law, an au-

thority which belongs only to the

Rabbi by virtre of his "Semicha,"

his training and knowledge.

When, for example, a commun-

ity desires to build a new Syna-

gogue or schoolhou se, the Rabbi

becomes the prime mover in the

campaign, functioning as the lead-

er, the worker and fund raiser.

Rut when fundamental questions

arise concerning the structure of

the Synagogue, the type of instruc-

tion to be given in the school and

matters of Synagogue worship

which border along the funda-

mentals of Jewish law, the mem-
bers of the congregation assume

the authority to take decisions by

vote. Synagogue boards disregard

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Weitzmann's Legacy Bears Rich Fruit

Of all the themes at the World's

Fair in New York the most inter-

esting in many ways is the one at

the American-Israel Pavilion. Ap-

propriately enough, the theme is

Biblical in concept and dramatic

impact, yet its scope covers a long-

er time span: from the primitive-

way of life in ancient Palestine

to our nuclear age with its scien-

tific marvels, as exemplified so

strikingly by the Weizmann Insti-

tute of Science in Rehovoth Is-

rael. It takes you across the cen-

turies from the remote past when

the Israelites astonished the world

with their new religion to the

phenomenal scientific explorations

of our day in which Israeli scien-

tists are playing a leading role. In

short, from die beginnings of civ-

ilization to 1964.

Between these extremes — at one

end, an Israelite woman milling

grain in a crude stone vessel some

4,000 years ago; at the other end,

a scaled model of the Weizmann

Institute — a series of dioramas

show how the Jews, following

their dispersion, lived, worked,

stutlied. suffered, and managed

somehow to survive unending hos-

tility and persecution.

After the visitor has viewed

these dioramas depicting the cen-

turies-long denial of normal life

for the Jews, he is all the more

impressed when he finally finds

himself standing in front of the

exhibit of the Weizmann Institute

—a research institution that sym-

bolizes the incredible scientific

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progress achieved in Israel within

the few years since Jewish nation-

hood was restored in 1948.

Dr. Chaim Weizmann, the first

President of the State of Israel,

and himself, a noted scientist, fore-

saw as far back as World War I,

that a land so neglected and poor

in natural resources as Palestine

could be rebuilt and made to

flourish only by the strenuous ap-

plication of scientific knowledge

and know-how. Always striving to-

ward this goal, he was instrumen-

tal in founding in Rehovoch, in

1934, the Daniel Sieri Research

Institute, which later became the

first unit in the great complex of

the Weizmann Institute.

The model on display in the

American- Israel Pavilon shows the

beautifully landscaped 200-a< re

Weizmann campus, with its 20

modern w e 1 1 - equipped research

buildings, its library, student dor-

mitories, residential dwellings and

playgrounds for the children of

the Institute's personnel. Here 240

top scientists and hundreds of as-

sistants are occupied in research-

ing more than 200 separate pro-

jects of far-reaching importance

in the fields of biology, chemistry

and physics.

Suspended above the campus

model arc globes with magnified

transparencies. These light up at

intervals of several seconds, show-

ing the work that is being con-

ducted in the corresponding build

ings.

This writer made the rounds of

many national pavilions at the

Fair, but nowhere did he see so

many visitors as at the American-

Israel Pavilion (the only exceptions

were the pavilions featuring exotic

restaurants where the people were

primarily interested in the food).

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A PEOPLE AND ITS CALENDAR

VIRGINIA STATE SEVEN-UP BOTTLERS

By Dov Peretz Elkins

If you want to penetrate the

inner soul of a people, go to its

holidays, its festivals, its occasions

for rejoicing and for mourning.

That is the key to fathoming the

deep recesses of a people's per-

sonality: its calendar.

Egypt, for example, dated its

New Year from the annual over-

flow of the Nile. Israel began its

year on the anniversary of the

Exodus from Egypt, its great Festi-

val of Freedom. (Nisan is the first

month of the year, though Tishre

marks the beginning of the calen-

dar year).

In America, the order of the

day on December 31 is frivolity,

noise, and a maximum of inebria-

tion. Xo historical event is com-

memorated, no significant idea ex-

tolled — just another year, and

"my, how quickly time passes."

The Jews have always had hard

li\cs, and it has always been hard

to be a [ew, as the Yiddish say-

ing goes. The Jews have always

been a people with a purpose, a

meaning for existence, and a his-

tory which glorified that purpose

and. that meaning — the good life.

Hence New Year Holidav is a

serious one, a somber time for

reflection and meditation, a time

for evaluation.

The key word in this holiday

period is TESHUVAH, repent-

ance. And what is repentance if

not self-evaluation, and a determi-

nation to bring the evil impulse

into line — to steadily improve

our pattern of living.

For life is an art as well as a

science. And both the artist and

the scientist know the importance

of TESHUVAH - of self-evalua-

tion and correction of the method

employed. The artist does not con-

tinually wield his brush and blend

his colors — occasionally he stops

and looks at what he has done,

and. evaluates. The scientist does

not constantly manipulate his test

tubes — at periodic intervals he

pauses, looks, examines, thinks, re-

cords — and on some frustrating

occasions he even begins again

from scratch.

Evaluation is part of all life, of

all science, of all industry, of all

education. Why should it not then

be part of the industry of living

—the science and the art of life

itself? We Jews were the first to

set aside time for evaluative con-

ferences. Our annual evaluative

parleys, between man and his fel-

low, and between man and God,

take place every year in the month

of Tishre for ten days. True, too

many of us don't attend to the

daily and the weekly business that

takes place between these annual

conferences — some of us try to

live on them alone — but for all

Jewry the ten-day period between

Rosh Hashana and Yom Kippur

is a time when we evaluate the

most important thing in the world.

Not our business profits, nor our

financial status, but our actions—

ours is a spiritual inventory. We
climb up the ladder and inspect

the shelves of good deeds to see

if the stock needs replenishing.

We check and double check our

cases of oversight, neglect, preju-

dice, selfishness, and other bad

products which we must discard.

We examine our lives, our deeds,

cur thoughts, and our souls.

COMMERCIAL SELF-CONTAINED AIR-CONDITiONERS

Sales, Installation and Service

STORES-OFFICE-HOMES-RESTAURANTS-FACTORIES

1027 Oakmont Greensboro, N. C. Dial 273-1975

any couple with an assured income

of $150 or more can enjoy a more

adequate standard of living than

they can in the United States,

where costs are so much greater.

Apart from their pension, would-

be retired settlers wishing to set

up a home, need about $7,000-

$10,000 to purchase an apartment.

"Of course, settlers of retire-

ment age have their problems, just

like settlers who are young," ex-

plains Shoshana Mark, "but, ti-

ll.mcially, they are definitely better

off"

Some ol these senior residents

from the U.S. find that house-

keeping in Israel is bothersome.

Even in America, older people

get tired of the work involved in

organizing homes and providing

meals: the strains are considerably

increased in a country where the

ways of life are unfamiliar and

the language is strange. Dealing

with new tradesmen under such

conditions is not easy, even tor a

\oung immigrant.

To cater to Americans of re-

tirement age who want to forget

housekeeping chores, and to solve

the social problems of loneliness,

language and strangeness, a new

retirement dub lias been b.tilt by

the Rassco organization, one of the

major companies established by

the Jewish Agency in Israel.

The Rassco organization is a

giant corporation which is run as

a business venture, but which al-

so has pioneering ideals. The ob-

jectives of its enterprises are those

considered desirable for the ex-

pansion of Israel and for serving

the Jewish people. Since one of

the aims of the Jewish Agency is

to facilitate immigration to Is-

rael, Ressco decided to establish

in Israel "a retirement home for

pensioners from America and

Western countries."

There are many old-age homes

of various types in Israel. Malben,

the Israeli arm of the Joint Distri-

bution Committee, runs some

magnificent institutions lor indi-

gent new immigrants. The Gen-

eral Federation of Labour has old-

age homes for its members, as do

the association formed by immi-

grants horn Central European

countries and the organizations of

strictly Orthodox Jews. But Ras-

sco's Neve Aviv Club is not an

old-age home in any sense of the

term: it is an experiment which

is unique in Israel.

The Club has been built by

Rassco in Kfar Shmaryahu, one of

Tel-Aviv's wealthiest satellite vil-

lages, which combines in a most

charming manner the spacious

homes of the upper middle-class

with long established farms. The
architecture of the club is like

that of a luxury hotel. There is

a long sweep of open verandah, on

which people relax in deep lounge

chairs. This leads to spacious

lounges, a large modern dining-

room, a tempting bar, a hobby-

room and other recreational areas.

The furnishings everywhere create

the impression that no expense

has been spared to provide the

most gracious living possible in

the modern age.

"I must emphasize that this is

not an old-age home, but a resi-

dential club for retired people,"

says Mr. Meushar Agib, the Gen-

eral Manager of the Club. "We

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MORE HEBREW IN REFORM JUDAISM
By Ben Godol

Appeals to American Jews to

acquire a knowledge ot Hebrew

as a second language have mount-

ed greatly in recent years, particu-

larly since the re-birth of Israel.

Like the weather, however, this

seems to be a problem about which

there is much more conversation

than action.

To those elements who manifest

a lingering tendency to downgrade

Reform Judaism as a viable in-

strument for transmitting the Jew-

ish heritage and who insist on re-

calling the time when Reform was

regarded as synonomous with anti-

Hebrew attitude, it may come as

a surprise that the American Re-

form movement is engaged in a

vigorous effort to overhaul the en-

tire program of Hebrew educa-

tion in its religious schools.

The scope of the awareness of

the problem and of the plans to do

something about it are reported in

a recent issue of the CCAR Jour-

nal by Rabbi Samuel Glasner, a

Jewish educator of note. He has

described the teaching of Hebrew
as "probably the most vexing

area in Reform Jewish education

today."

It is all the more vexing, he

reported, against the background

of the fact that from the earliest

days of the CCAR Commission on

Jewish Education, "Hebrew was

officially recognized as one 01 the

important subject-matter areas in

our curriculum." He added that,

about ten years ago, a set of

"Guiding Principles of Reform

Jewish Education" was formulat-

ed. This stressed that Hebrew "in

its various forms has always been

and still is a religious road to

Jewish spiritual brotherhood."

The Commission spelled out

this general statement with a dec-

laration that the study of Hebrew
was "an indispensable element in

the achievement of this purpose."

The declaration added that the

goals in Reform schools should

include ability to read liturgical

Hebrew, to translate simple Bibli-

cal passages, to read and enjoy

simple modern Hebrew literature

and to be familiar with "various

common Hebrew and Yiddish

terms and expressions which have

become part of the Jewish lolk-

lore." The declaration also urg d

training to develop concern lor

the importance of Hebrew for

the survival of Jewish life in the

United States and appreciation of

the special importance of the lan-

guage in Jewish life and thought.

ENGLISH - ISRAEL'S SECOND LANGUAGE
By I. M. Green

If the English language is your

mother-tongue and you cannot

cany on an exiended conversation

in any other language, a short

dip to Israel as a tourist will offer

you no difficulties whatsoever. You

will be staying in iirst-class or lux-

ury hotels where all those who

have to serve you — desk c lerks,

i levator operators, waiters, etc.—

will be speakin» a lair, il not per-

fect, English. You will be laken

on sight-seeking tours across the

country during which the guide

on your bus will explain every-

thing to you in your own language.

In the larger stores in which you

will be doing vour shopping, or

in offices with which you may

have some business, English-speak

ing clerks will attend to all vour

needs.

In this regard Israel is no dif-

ferent from any other non-Eng-

lish speaking country which de-

rives a sizeable part of its income

from English speaking tourists

and which must therefore train

people to understand, so that they

may cater to, those tourists. And

if this were the only, or even the

most important role, of the Eng-

lish language in Israel—catering to

tourists in their own language-

there would hardly be anything to

write home about on this subject.

Actually, however, the part play-

ed by the English language in the

Jewish State is far more import-

ant than this. After one has lived

in Israel for some length of time,

as did this writer who stayed there

fifteen months during all of 1965

and the early part of 1964, one

learns some very interesting and

often surprising things about the

importance of the place that Eng-

lish occupies in the life of the

country. One finds then that Eng-

lish, though not an official langu-

age together with Hebrew—as is

Arabic for the Arab minority—is

so important for the economic,

political and even cultural life of

the little country that it can well

be called a second language

lor the predominantly Hebrew-

speaking Israelis, if not an official,

then a semi-official, language for

the governmental and Jewish

Agency offices. Hebrew — "Ivrit,"

as the language calls itself—is the

official language for Jews. It is

the main language of communi-

cation between Jewish immigrants

who come from various parts of

the world and who without some

knowledge of Ivrit wouldn't be

If that were the probability then

there are at least three potential

Messiahs to the block in Tel Aviv.

Not on the side streets, but on

the busy thoroughfares of Dizen-

goff, Ben Yehuda, Herzl streets,

around the central bus station, al-

most anywhere where such a leg-

end can return a profit.

Yes, neither Tel Aviv, nor [etu-

salem goes begging for beggars.

In our youth we were entranced

by bizarre stories of beggars swarm-

ing in the Oriental bazzars and

casbahs. They either slunk, sneak-

ed, crawled or lurked in the

shadows of fruit or flower vendors'

carts, one hand extended palm up-

ward, the other hidden in die

depths of ragged folds either

scratching or clutching a razor

edge knife. There was something

glamorous, exciting about these

Levantine beggars,

Not so the Tel Aviv or Jeru-

salem mendicants. (The only ex-

amples of the breed I could study

in Israel). None exude die aura of

Oriental romance; all give off a

more or less earthy odor of bodies

long estranged from soap and

water, and some more pungent in

clothes greasy and steeped in filth.

At close range the tall, lull-beard-

ed, dignified beggar standing in

front of Tel Aviv's Great Syna-

gogue, and the Oriental garbed,

red-fezzed, gray bearded beggar

sitting on a stocp across the street,

his lips moving continuously, his

body swaying as though in perpet-

ual litany, become mere objects

of pity, not subjects of literature

imagery.

But they do make an interesting

gallery for the objective reporter

of things Israel. Four years ago,

this reporter walked the busy

streets of Tel Aviv, Jaffa Road in

Jerusalem, often disgusted, more
often fascinated, but at ad times

interested in the interplay of hu-

man relations between beggar and

passer-by.

There would be the patently

poor Israeli, whose clothes no less

What About The Biblical Miracles!

By Robert Appel

It any one point can be fixed

in the life experience of the Ameri-

can Jew where doubt first sets in

about the validity of Judaism, it

is probably when, as a college stu-

dent-, he was asked or asked him-

self: "Did the miracles described

in the Old Testament really hap-

pen?"

Nowadays, the point may be

earlier, considering the response of

t He typical schoolboy to man's ex-

traordinary scientific masterv of

(he natural world and the cor-

respondingly immense prestige of

science and the scientific method.

Reform Judaism has disposed of

the problem of the believability

of the Biblical miracles by ignor-

ing it. As a Long Island Reform

rabbi has put it: "The present-

day congregant who asks seriously

about Elijah's ravens or the manna
is greeted with raised eyebrows

on the part of his fellows and a

short, condescending answer from

his rabbi."

As Rabbi Alton Winters of Glen

Cove, N. Y., sees it, "in Judaism

the miracle is peripheral" and Re-

form Jews should presumably be

grateful for this "dispensability"

of the supernatural. But he also

contends, in a recent issue of the

CCAR Journal, that Reform Juda-

ism may have "lost something

worthwhile, even precious by not

having to confront the question."

Specifically, when the "modern

rabbi" asks himself what part

miracles play in the Bible, he is

too likely "to accept the easy an-

swers."

First, according to one of the

easy answers, the miraculous ex-

planation was characteristic of

Biblical times. "That was the way

they thought about things in those

days." The other "easy answer" is

that anything out of the ordinary

was accounted for "by being called

a wonder or a sign."

From the Reform viewpoint,

Rabbi Winters notes, both answers

"are essentially true" but there

are still two motives for the use

of miracles in the Old Testament

which Reform Jews "have missed

because of our casual attitude."

It is probably wrong, he con-

tinues, "to speak of a Biblical

writer, a Biblical theology," but

he believes that there really "does

seem to be one unifying idea

throughout nearly all the books

of the Holy Scripture" which he

rails "the Biblical philosophy of

history."

From that viewpoint, he argues,

(he "people who wrote and edited"

i he Old Testament "were afraid

of human heroes." They point

out "with embarrassing candor the

faults, foibles and sins of our an-

( estors." Their objective was to

project the idea that "imperfect

man provides the dark back-

ground of contrast to set off the

bright Hero, God." The Biblical

And the sin that I cannot quite

face, of losing patience with a

friend, so that 1 turn away, un-

willing to listen with empathy,

to see the world as she sees it, to

value it as she values it, to recog-

nize her likes and dislikes, to reach

out to her need.

And when did I acquire the sin

of thinking that I could straighten

out everybody's affairs? How did

I arrive at the point where I be-

lieve that I have such a vast store

of wisdom that I must say some-

thing on every subject and oc-

casion? Why am 1 not nearly as

careful of what comes out of my
mcuth as I am with what goes

into it?

How could I have let myself

commit the sin of narrowness, of

feeling that my brand of Judaism

is better than another, knowing

that with very little effort I could

be a better Jew than I am, that I

could sanctify the Sabbath rather

than use it, preserve our rituals

rather than abandon them, re-

joice in our liturgy, rather than

count its faults, translate our time-

less moral code into the daily acts

of life rather than wait for a com-

munity project to do it for me?

But especially let me seek for-

giveness if I have indulged in the

most insidious of sins — the sin of

omission. For if I have committed

that sin, then I am one who lets

somebody else get out the vote;

1 am one who carps at mv Con-

gressman, but never communicate

personally with him to let him

understand what I think is good

and what I wish were better. If I

have committed the sin of omis-

sion, then I am one of those who
fail to stop a malicious story at its

source simple by refusing to Iis-

len; I am one who avoids contact

with the aged, lest they disturb

my carefully cultivated aura of

youth; and my interest in my com-

munity is apt to be continued to

that area which affects my family

or myself directly.

Most of all, I seek forgiveness

for the sin of not enjoying life's

uncounted, taken-for-granted bles-

sings: the smiles of my small grand-

daughters and grandson, the de-

votion of my husband, the friend-

ship of my sons and daughters;

Torah, and, destroying Jewish

tradition, destroy Judaism, as well.

The great Jewish scholar, Na-

chmanides, was once asked whether

the rule of the majority, the ac-

cepted norm in Jewish law, can

be applied to the opinions ol many
general practitioners as against the

judgment of one outstanding

specialist. His answer was, of

course, that in a case of that sort

the opinion of the specialist must
he accepted. Must not this princi-

ple, now, be applied to the Rabbi
who is the genuine exponent of

the traditions of Israel? Since he

is one interpreter of Torah Law
which is eternally binding upon
every Jew, he must be recognized

as the indispensable guide for the

spiritual and religious needs of his

congregation.

True, the Rabbi is not infalli-

ble nor are his teachings or his

decisions immune from error. The
Rabbi, however, does not merely

express his personal opinion. He
states the law as found in the

Shulchan Aruch and that decision

is binding upon the community.
Unless recognized Jewish authority

can prove that the Rabbi has not

correctly interpreted the law, his

decision must remain binding.

There is another terribly serious

matter stemming from this same
loot with which we must reckon
at this time — the matter of separa-

tioil of men and women in the

Synagogue. It is an unquestion

able historic fact that as a symbol
of Jewish purity, mixed pews
have always been foreign to the

Synagogue. The past 30 years in

New York City, Poughkeepsie,

N. Y., Milwaukee, Hartford,
Conn., and Manchester, N. H., as

well as several YMCAs and other

youth-serving agencies wanted to

know more about the subject. The
Poughkeepsie Center banned

smoking by teens outright.

For the most part, Center ac-

tivities in this regard are aimed at

helping teenagers decide for them-

selves whether smoking is or is

not harmful and whether they

should or should not use cigar-

ettes. Center leaders admit that

they are in contact with young

people for only a comparatively

brief time each week, and that in

most instances parents have given

permission for the teenagers'

smoking. However, they feel that

these educational programs and

outright prohibitions on the use ol

tobacco at the Center can drama-

tize the situation to the point

where youngsters will cast an indi-

vidual vote for health. Adult edu-

cation is important, since in taking

up smoking, youngsters are imi-

tating respected adults.

In their discussions about the

use of cigarettes, Center teenagers

have one additional aspect to con-

sider. This is the moral issue

which has been raised by religious

leaders of all faiths: if smoking is,

indeed, a habit which is harmful

side by side. The Mother Church

of the South Carolina Catholic

Diocese and the Cradle of Reform

Judaism in America have develop-

ed a spiritually sound and relig-

iously dedicated citizenry of Cath-

olics and Jews on opposite sides

of the same street for almost two

centuries.

To my Jcnowledge, anil to that

of my colleague Father Charles

Molony, the relationship between

these two institutions has been

warm and cordial throughout the

years. A treasured collection of

anecdotes—some perhaps apocry-

phal — have developed between

them. But commuunication has al-

ways remained clerical — restrict-

ed to friendly although sometimes

deeply significant, exchanges be-

tween the rabbi and the priest.

Never have the two congregations

met together for worship or for

dialogue, nor has the rabbi ever

been asked to speak before any

group within the church.

And yet tonight, after 175 years

of polite but virtual separateness,

the rabbi of Beth Elohim stands

before representatives of every

Catholic Church in Charleston,

having been invited to speak to

them.

Of course, it is the very invita-

tion, along with the events within

the Roman Catholic Church,

which has lead up to it and that is

the subject on which I have been

asked to speak to you tonight.

That is, I have been requested to

respond to your invitation - to

express my reactions and those of

the Jewish community, as I un-

derstand them, to the new-look of

Catholicism in 1964.

Now you know, perhaps as well

as 1 that the real significance of

my appearance here tonight i 1

not merely the breaking of a 175

year Charleston tradition — but

also that of an almost 2000 year

history of distrust, hatred, persecu-

tion and death between the people

of the Church and the people of

the Book; between the followers

of Jesus as the Chrisi and the fol-

lowers oi the tradition in which

he was raised; between those who
defied him and those accused of

deicide in relation to him. For al-

most two millenia, the household

of Israel has been plagued by the

Stigma of guilt lor the crucifixion

of the man whom the Roman
Catholic Church, along with all of

Christianity, considers the son of

God.

We Jews have been decried and

maligned, toriured and persecut-

ed, discriminated against and put

to death as a result; of religiously

condoned condemnation in scrip-

ture, liturgy and homeletics — all

for an invidious role assigned 10

us by the playwrights of the drama

of the origin of Christendom.

Under such an atmosphere of

derision; accused of deicide and

referred to in liturgy as "perfidious

Jews", what chance has there been

throughout the centuries for com-

munication, understanding, mu-

tual respect or love? That we sur-

vived at all and were able lo lbe

any kind of peaceful co-existence

in the modern world is the mystery

of the ages.

He-

brew is the language of instruc-

tion in all public elementary and

high schools and to youngsters

who are brought up in American

or British schools, whatever other

language they may hear their

parents speak at home.

1. It has been estimated that

90% of paperback books sold in

Israel are in English—paperbooks

imported mainly from America

and Britain—while only twenty-

five per-cent of the hardcover

books sold are written in Hebrew

and even of the hard-cover books

sold, a majority are publi.hed in

English and a sizeable percentage

also in French, German and Rus

sian.

that less than 20,000 Israeli resi

dents come from English-speaking

countries, I kept wondering who

buys all these English books.

Even if you add to this number

foreign students — Jewish and non-

Jewish — who come to study in

Israeli universities and a few thou-

sand English-speaking tourists, the

enormous number of buyers of

English books in Israel can only

be attributed to the fact that Is-

raelis who are not themselves na-

tive to the language, particularly

the younger generation which wa
born or reared in the country,

buy these English paperbacks in

overwhelming numbers.

2. This leads me to the fact thai

English is taught in all Israeli

government schools (which in-

cludes all schools except those

that are run by the ultra-Orthodox

Agudat Yisrael party) as a second

language from the fourth or fifth

grade on. With so many years of

training in the language, particu-

larly for those who can go on to

high school where a tuition fee

is required, it is no wonder that

a very large proportion of young

Israelis acquire a fair reading

knowledge of English, even

though, as in the case of one

"sabra" (the nickname for a na

tive) girl that I met it may be

difficult for them to carry on a

conversation in our tongue.

3. The publication of official

government documents, press re-

leases and even books in English

as well as Hebrew adds prest'ge

to the English language in Israel.

A lew years ago, Dr. Glasner

reported, the Curriculum Com-

mittee of the Commission decided

that such goals were far from

realization in Reform child edu-

cation and asked its Committee

on Experimental Education, head-

ed by Rabbi L. W. Schwartz, to

get the facts. A survey was made

by mail and by visits to schools.

"The survey revealed that the

stated aims for the teaching of

Hebrew in our Reform religious

schools varied from the mere par-

rot-like repetition of the various

blessings and prayer-responses to

the (hoped-for) fluent use of mod-

ern Hebrew in conversation. The

stated, aims made little difference,"

Dr. Glasner not:d, "because none

of them was being achieved in

actuality except in a lew scattered

cases."

in Baltimore in 1959, a stand-

ard test of simple prayerbook read-

ing was administered to all pupils

in grades four to eight of alf the

Reform religious schools. The

test was made up of 100 Hebrew

words from the Unicn of Ameri-

can Hebrew Congregations prayer-

book, taken in sentence-length con-

text, which the pupils were asked

to read oralh in two minutes.

Only words read correctly were

counted. The average scores rang-

ed from eight correct words at

the end of grade four to 19 cor-

rect words at the end of grade

seven. These averages, moreover,

included the scores of some chil-

dren attending one or two week-
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day sessions in addition to Sunday

school.

The survey found that in very

few of the schools were there any

full-time professional Hebrew
teachers "such as are employed

by many if not most Orthodox

and Conservative schools." The
schools were found to be using

some 90 or more different texts

for Hebrew instruction alone,

generally ignoring the series of

graded Hebrew published in the

thirties by the UAHC Commission.

Some schools were found to be

achieving satisfactory results in

their Hebrew programs so the

Curriculum Committee gave spec-

ial attention to learn why Com-
mon elements did appear, report-

ed Dr. Glasner. All of the more

successful schools devoted consider-

able time to teaching Hebrew,

usually adding two week-day ses-

sions to the o:ie on Sunday. All

•of them spent considerable money
in terms of batter trained teachers,

a variety of teaching materials

and special incentives I'm jmpiJs.

Hie rabbi, in addition, pushed

the Hebrew program hard, giving

it liberally of his time and energy,

setting firm standards and propa-

gandizing for it active!-.

The next step in the evaluation

was an exhaustive stud) of expert

information on language teaching

in general at a conference of a

group of Jewish and general ex-

perts. The conference agreed that

Hebrew instruction must first of

all be meaningful and second that

it requires a considerable invest-

ment of time, boih in hours of in-

struction and in extent of years,

to be effective. The most signifi-

cant finding, Rabbi Glasner said,

was that "all of the authorities

agreed upon the optimistic con-

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elusion that satisfactory levels of

achievement in Hebrew are cjuile

feasible within a Religious school

framework."

The Curriculum Committee

then proceeded to set tip a group

of reasonable objectives. One was

that the ability to "davven"—to

pray mechanically without know-

ledge of the meaning of the pray-

ers—was "completely indefensible

from the Reform point of view."

The group next arranged lor

the services of a group of Reform
Jewish educators, expert in He-

brew, to evaluate all available

textbooks as to suitability for use

in either of the two basic ap-

proaches and "the results of these

hundreds of evaluations are now
being tabulated."

Dr. Glasner agreed that much
spadework will have to be done

throughout the United States "to

prepare our Reform congregations

Cor the acceptance of this quite

radical curricular change." The
next progress report should be of

special interest.

Feu elements of Jewish life

have been more subject to mis-

understanding than that of art.

Jews have been called by partisans

and detractors alike "anti-art", the

suggestion being made that Jews

were incapable of this mode of

expression, a kind of "racial"

deficiency.

Obviously, there has been (he

polarity of attraction and repul-

sion to art expression in Judaism.

The well-known scriptural pas-

sages would seem to forbid much
of art. The many injunctions of

the rabbinate over the centuries

would seem in most instances to

reinforce this view.

It may be assumed, however,

that the rabbis did not bother to

condemn what did not obtain.

Judging by the opposition, art

was an ubiquitous, if not always

welcome, handmaiden to the Peo-

ple of the Book Indeed, the Book
itself was over the ages enhanced

bv art.

With an apprciation for the in-

tertwining of the beaut\ of holi-

ness with the holiness of beauty,

the late Rav Kook (Yitchak Ha-

Cohen Kook whose brilliant chief

rabbinate was from 1931 to 1935

in Eretz Yisrael), hearlded the

happier view needed lor the re-

emergenl state and lor world

Jewry.

Rav Kook taught that "a true

apprecation of the attitude of Ju-

daism toward art can only be

gained when viewed against its

pagan background. The set pur-

pose of halakhic legislation is to

protect the creative act by pre-

venting it from degenerating into

the unbridled grossness of pagan-

ism."

Talmudic passages and refer-

ences from Maimonides and from

Karo's Shulchan Arukh are cited

by Rav Kook showing "that there

is no prohibition against art for

art's sake." We may then see in

And, he in turn

paid the highest tribute to these

guests — accompanying him was

his radiant wife, Lady Bird John-

son.

The significance of Mrs. John-

son by his side cannot be stressed

sufficiently for it conveyed a social

impact that long eluded the Jew-

ish organizational dinner-meeting.

This was

indeed a "social" revolution — a

" coming of age" distinction, the

final hechsher stamp of status!

For years our Harry Golden, so

often, sadly lamented that while

great men of America had accept-

ed the accolades and awards be-

stowed by Jewish sources, it was on

a cool impersonal basis.

the presence of art of a religious

character throughout the Jewish

ages the vise of art for God's sake.

Rav Kook only enjoined against

"mythological subjects, pagan or

Christian. Here there can be no

concession." he stated, "for there

are to this very day symbols of

that which must forever be shun-

ned by Judaism."

While Rav Kook brought a

fresh breath of air into the stilted

chambers where worn out and

wrong ideas are stored, even he

did not encompass in his vision

the actualities.

Long ago in the midst of im-

portant architectural scripture,

murals and mosaic floors that fill-

ed synagogues with themes from

the Bible, themes enriched with

human and animal figures and

even the hand of God, one could

find pagan symbolism made to

serve a decorative purpose to the

glory of God.

For example, the head of Zeus

appears as an ornament in the

necropolis of Beit-She'arhu, the

place where the 3rd century com-

piler of the Mishna, Judah Ha-

Nasi, taught and was buried. In

the 6th century synagogue at Beit-

Alpha are the great mosaics of the

Solomonic temple shrine, and the

story of the binding of Isaac, and

with them the Zodiac with its

pagan elements spoked about a

hub incorporating Apollo, his

chariot, and his horses.

Indeed, the Zodiac continues in

the synagogue to this day in many
a small orthodox synagogue with

its signs equated to the months of

the Hebrew calendar. Likewise,

the ruins of the third century

synagogue at Korazim show the

Medusa head as a decorative motif,

and many other examples are not

wanting.

Nothing, not even pagan sym-

bolism, has been held back from

the "morgue" of the Jewish artist

providing that the purpose he

wished to serve was such as would
glorify the Creator and his crea-

tions.

J. P. Hodin of London could

well say at last year's international

Gongress or Art Critis in Tel Aviv:

"Thanks to the researches made

by archaeologists and art histor-

ians, and to the work produced

by Jewish artists in the first half

of the 20th century, there is no

longer any validity in the peculiar

assumption . . . that Jews are not

capable of expressing themselves

fully in terms of visual arts."

Through, archaeological and lit-

erary sources it is now almost

possible to demonstrate Jewish

creativity in the visual arts for

religious (usually bibliocentric)

purposes, in every century of Jew-

ish history. Likewise, there is an

awareness and utilization of the

Hebrew-Scripture-oriented output

of non- Jewish artists.

Art has been applied to Judaism

(Stephen. Kayser's more felicitous

phrase rather than Jewish art) by

Jews and non- Jews throughout the

ages. The visual arts were never

long absenl from the floor and

walls and ceilings of synagogues,

manuscripts of the Bible and iis

commentaries, the prayer books,

the marriage document, the Scroll

of Esther, the charity box, the

laver, the Mizrach and even the

amulet. Biblical themes and icon-

ographs predominate.

When, as now, in Jewish Com-

munity Centers affiliated with the

National Jewish Welfare Board

across the nation the visual arts

created by Jewish and non-Jew-

ish artists bring inspiration to and

derive inspiration from the Holy

Text, the tradition is maintained.

Four factors account for the re-

inforcement of interest in the vis-

ual, arts as related to Judaism.

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OUR BROKEN PROMISES
By Rabbi Samuel Umen

Moments of profound inspira-

tion tend to soften the heart, stir

the mind, and often transform a

human being into something no-

bler, greater, and finer than he

ordinarily is. fn such moments

selfishness is weakened, stubborn-

ness broken, laxity overcome; the

animal in man is subdued, his best

human qualities emerge and take

command. In short, during mo-

ments of deep inspiration, man
rises to his highest self.

The High Holy Days afford

us rare moments of inspiration.

The Holy Day moments appeal

to the very best in us. They clear-

ly show us how we live, what we
are, what we can be, and what we
ought to strive to be if we are

to be above the beast.

In response to the Holy Days

appeal, we promise ourselves that

in the days to come our way of

life will be much nobler than be-

fore, that the time allotted to us

will henceforth be used frugally,

wisely and fruitfully.

There is an ancient saying:

"Promises Made in Storms Are

Forgotten in Calm." So it is with

the resolutions we make on the

Holy Days. The storm of the Holy
Days, so to speak, passes, the calm

sets in, and the high promises lose

their force. What appears to be a

simple act under the spell of an

inspiration, in an ordinary hour

becomes burdensome, trying, insur-

mountable, and is consequently

deferred for a later time.

Thus a New Year comes, re-

minds us of our broken promises,

evokes new ones from us which

are similarly destined to be ig-

nored, and silently passes on.

What is to be done? Shall we

discontinue making resolutions on

the New Year? Shall we determine

not to heed the appeal of the Holy

Days, which reveals our foibles,

failings, defects, and arouses the

si ul 10 clamor for its due?

The answer, of course, is that

we must continue to make prom-

ises and vows, again and again,

until we realize that everv mission

we impose upon ourselves, even'

goal and objective we set for our-

selves, cannot and will not be at-

tained without sacrifice.

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There they come under strong

and persuasive influences of the

majority's religion and culture.

Yet, with few exceptions, they are

ill prepared — as we well know
— to defend their Jewish loyalties

and their minority status. What

kind of Jewish community will

these people foster when their

time comes to lead? The Hillel

Foundations are doing magnifi-

cent work: but is not the time at

hand when the entire Jewish com-

munity ought to evince more

thoughtful interest in this basic

problem?

This brings us, in reviewing

this book, to what seems to us to

he a fundamental consideration.

Philanthropy is the outstanding

activity of American Jewish life.

It is articulated through com-

munal organizations. There is no

such thing as a nation-wide Jew-

ish community; there is no such

thing as a single organization that

speaks for all American Jews. The
best we have been able to attain

is an almost nation-wide and very

weak Synagogue Council and a

Council of Jewish Federations and

Welfare Funds which has purely

advisory powers limited primarily

to the area of fund raising. In

point of fact, each community,

whether its leadership be wise or

foolish, whether its horizons be

broad or narrow, is an indepen-

dent entity.

This independence, however, is

confined to two areas: how much
the community is to raise and by

what methods, and for what pur-

poses it will use the comparatively

small amounts left in its hands

for local needs. By far the largest

portion of what money is raised

goes by agreement to overseas aid.

This may all be right and proper;

but in view of the cultural situa-

tion which our book describes, is

it not high time the entire matter

was re-evaluated?

The volume under discussion

provides much evidence that re-

ligious and cultural activity has

increased in the past thirty years.

The greater strength of the various

rabbinical institutions, the revival

of Orthodoxy and its new assertive-

ness, the growth of the Jewish

Day School movement and of He-

brew summer camping — all point

lo the possibility of a spiritual

revival.

On the other hand, the purely

cultural institutions that existed

thirty years ago (Yivo, JPS, AJHS.

and a few others) have done no

better than to just about hold

their own. This has happened, be

it noted, with no support from

community funds, or so little as

to be ridiculous. A National Foun-

dation for Jewish Culture has

come into being, with limited

plans, limited funds and limited

possibilities. The modesty of the

Foundation's approach to the

American Jewish community is

proof of its low opinion of the

Jewish cultural level of the

American Jewish community.

It is clear from the facts given

in this book, aside from the per-

sonal opinions expressed above,

that the American Jewish com-

muity has done very well organi-

zationally, but quite poorly cul-

turally. As Dr. Janowsky points

out in his conclusion, Jews every-

where else in the world look up to

the American Jews for aid, but

look down upon it in matters of

spirit. Our portrait, in other

words, shows a vigorous bodv, and

a handsome, kindly, but rather

blank face.

Why should this be so? Dr.

Janowsky reminds us of an old

historical explanation on which

we fall back in hours of frustra-

tion. It is pointed out that every

previous Jewish community, from

ancient Babylonia to Germany to

Poland, took several hundred

years to develop an independent

culture. Our community can count

barely a hundred years since it

became a sizable aggregation from

which something significant could

be expected. Dr. Janowsky, there-

fore wants us to have patience.

But with the world's pace as ac-

celerated as it now is. can we wait

even a single century more? One

may minimize the current rate of

intermarriage; but 1 lie fact is that

there is no visible effort to stem

it or to find a persuasive justifica-

tion for our youth to avoid it. Yet

such justification must be sought

and made patent, since it alone

can stop that flight from Judaism

and the Jewish people, of which

intermarriage is but a symptom.

Several of the contributors n
this volume do, in fact, implicitly

suggest this question of Jewish

survival. It was not for them to

answer it. For it is clear that no-

thing will change until the Ameri-

can Jew frees himself from his

sense of inferioritv in matters of

Jewish culture. He gives millions

of dollars for general educational

institutions and shrugs ofJ the

distinctively Jewish ones. Accultur-

ration to the American environ-

ment has become synonymous with

deculturation from Jewishness.

The tragedy of American Jewish

life, according to one thoughtful

contributor to this volume, Edwin

Wolf, 2nd, who is currently presi-

dent of the National Foundation

lor Jewish Culture, has been its

failure to develop far-seeing lead-

ership. It is a truth that hurls,

but must be taken to heart. Louis

Marshall and Stephen S. Wise

emerge from the records of Ameri-

can Jewish history in the 20th

century as the two men who had

the moral and intellectual force

to give guidance to the total com-

munity. Unfortunately both were

compelled by the circumstances

of Jewish life to turn their ener-

gies away from internal to "for-

eign" Jewish affairs, such as de-

fense and the upbuilding of the

new community in the Holy Land.

They left no statesmanlike suc-

cessors. Neither Louis Marshall

nor Stephen Wise was a rich man;

each, driven bv a consuming dedi-

cation to the best in Jewish life,

led by the force of his personality.
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But when they passed on, leader-

ship was taken over by successful

men of business, lew of whom
have seen Jewish life whole or

even as particularly sacred. All

too often, it has been a matter of

the childish American game of

status-seeking either in their re-

spective communities or their or-

ganizations. They shine; they do

not lead.

There are, to be sure, wonder-

ful and devoted men among them.

Why do they not lead except in

the superficials? There are many
possible answers to this puzzle.

Perhaps the simplest is that they

have not yet realized that a spirit-

ual community, such as the Jew-

ish people has to be if it is to be

anything at all, must be built from

the inside out, not from the out-

side in: where there is no spirit,

a body must wither.

So it turns out that the ex-

pression on the face of our com-

munity is not really one of vacu-

ity, but of dormancy. When will

the real leader come along an

make purposeful the latent ener-

gies, the sub-surface spirituality

of a large community eager to be

led? For this is a magic portrait,

ready to come to life at the touch

of an inspired leader's staff.

The above are some thoughts

which this book has stirred in one

reader. No doubt other readers

will derive other ideas and draw

other conclusions from this highly

stimulating compilation of essavs.

For though each contributor to

the volume sticks to his own
theme, the whole describes a peo-

ple whose experience during the

past generation constitutes a very

significant chapter in the evolu-

tion of the American dream and

American reality.

Each of the essays is interesting,

important and revealing. Each

can and should form the topic of

more than one evening's discus-

sion, whether in one's parlor or

adult class. The entire volume

is nothing less than a challenge

to the American Jewish commun-

ity. It shows what we have achiev-

ed — and it is no mean achieve-

ment. It also shows what there

is still to be done, which, if ac-

complished, will make the Ameri-

can Jewish community a blessing

to itself and to America as a

whole.

lo achieve an actual separation

from the traditional Rabbinate

and from the traditional commun-

ity, as the early Church, lor ex-

ample, changed the Sabbath to

Sunday in order to show a tangi-

ble division from Jewish tradi-

tion.

The problem is presented most

challenginglv by the Synagogues

now being erected and bv the

architectua! plans now being pre-

pared for the future. Where some

congregations hesitate to make

changes in existing structures for

sentimental if not religious rea-

sons, thev feel hardly any obliga-

tion to continue the tradition in

a new Synagogue. These are facts

with which we must reckon and

concerning which we must take a

united stand.

It. is the duty of a Rabbi who

finds himself in a community

which has. through ignorance of

Jewish tradition, drifted from an

understanding and practice ol

Jewish observance, to make every

effort to restore the true standards

of the Synagogue.

Our laitv must be shown the

destructive results brought about

by the breakdown of tlu tradition-

al Synagogue and their energies

must be brought to bear to streng-

then and preserve the Orthodox—

the historic Synagogue. A few peo-

ple can no longer be permitted to

force the issue at congregational

meetings and vote to abrogate

basic tradition. All this will re-

quire dedication and struggle. The
ijsults of acquiesience, however,

are obvious. They spell our own
destruction.

We require most oi all. a strong

movement that will lead to an

understanding of Orthodox Syna-

gogue tradition—a movement that

will unite all Orthodox Synagogues,

still the majority of American

Synagogues, into one strong and

cohesive body. As long as individ-

ual Synagogues are permitted to

drift and thoughtlessly tread their

own path, Jewish tradition in

America will surely be neither

the beneficiary nor the spiritual

benefactor. Only a forceful and

intelligent Traditional Synagogue

organization will be able to truly

draw the lines of responsibility

lor the Rabbi and lay leaders of

(lie congregation, so that they will

become partners and co-workers

in this sacred enterprise. Only if

the traditional Synagogue will

base itself upon a single and firm

policy toward Jewish observance,

w ill the Synagogue and the Rabbi

again become the great unifying

and creative forces in Jewish life.

culture are Learning (Torah),

Charity (Zedakeh) and Life's pleas-

ures (non-ascenticism or this world-

liness). Learning is translated po-

litically into respect for intellec-

tuals and intellectual independ-

ence (i.e., civil liberties), identifi-

cation with the Democratic presi-

dential candidates and their brain

trusts, at least since 1932, as well

as the notion of social planning

through the cooperation of uni-

versity scholars and intellectuals

in government as was done by the

Democrats.

The second value, Charity, is

translated politically into support

for welfare policies and social jus-

lice for underprivileged groups,

while non-asceticism means that

the. Jews are concerned with a

better life, here and now, and

favor reconstructioning the present

society. In addition Fuchs also

notes that Jewish insecurity has

made them more liberal.

There are two things to be said

of this analysis. First, Fuchs pro-

vides no evidence that these are

in, fact the distinctive values most

( haracteristic of the American

Jewish subculture distinguishing

it: from all other groups. Second-

ly, assuming Fuchs to be correct

mi this score, one would expect

that those Jews who are more

steeped in these particular values

would be more liberal. There is

no evidence to that effect and

some evidence to the contrary, al-

though we must admit, no one

has ever studied Jewish voting be-

havior using Fuch's particular con-

cepts as his hypotheses. (More will

be said of this below.) In other

words to really know whether a

particular explanation for Jewish

political behavior is adequate, one

must ask whether the same expla-

nation is adequate to account for

differences among Jews themselves.

This would not be a sufficient

condition to "prove" the explana-

tion valid but it is a necessary one.

A second type of explanation

to account for Jewish political be-

havior is essentially historical. An
example is the interpretation of

the origin of modern Jewish po-

litical activity offered by Werner
Colin. According to Cohn, after

the French revolution only the

parties to the "left" propounded

the view that religion was irrele-

vant to the determination of citi-

zenship. The parties of the "right"

were open only to Christians with

the result that Jews had no al-

ternative except to join with the

left. The continued adherence of

Jews to liberalism is explained by

"their insecure place in the world-

wide Gentile environment." Cohn
feels that this feeling will persist

since the ancient barriers between

Jew and Christian will not fall.

A third explanation for Jewish

political behavior, one alluded to

by almost all students in the lield,

is "status inferiority." Represen-

tative of this position would be
Lipset in his volume Political

Man. According to Lipset, who in

turn relies on a number of pre-

vious studies both in the United

Slates and Europe, Jews are in an
anomalous position. Economically

they are among the most advantag-

ed, groups in society. But their

status in the Gentile society is

quite low. This discrepancy be-

tween economic position and so-

cial status invokes a feeling of

frustration on the part of the Jew
and alienation from the status quo*

I Ic feels permanently insecure and
hence is especially sensitive and

feels particularly threatened by

attacks on the civil liberties of any

groups. In addition, his alienation

from the higher status "roups in

society, among whom he feels he
belongs by virtue of his economic

success, permits him to identify

with parlies of the "left" who op-

pose the whole social structure.

Although this explanation may
be valid, it lacks a firm empirical

foundation. At the very minimum
the concept of "status inferiority"

would have to be defined opera-

tionally and we would then have

to test whether those Jews who
felt greater "Status Inferiority"

were, other things being equal,

more liberal or leftists in their

voting and attitudes then those

Jews who felt less of a 'status in-

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leriority." At least one effort in

this direction has been made. In

one of the few careful studies of

Jewish voting behavior, Edgar Litt

tested the relationship of political

behavior to what he termed ethnic

involvement and ethnic subordi-

nation among a small sample of

second generation, middle income,

Conservative (as distinct from Or-

thodox or Reform) Jews, all of ap-

proximately equivalent education

and all affiliated with the Demo-
cratic Party.

For our purposes we are in-

1 crested in only one of the many
questions to which Litt sought an
answer. Are those Jews who feel

more ethnically subordinate also

more favorable to liberal policies?

The measure of ethnic subordina-

lion included "perceived anti-Jew-

ish hostility and discrimination,

feelings of insecurity and defens-

iveness in social situations with
•Gentiles and concern about re-

criminations for conspicuous Jew-
ish behavior." Liberalism, or as

Litt called it "political altruism"

was defined as favorable attitudes

toward public welfare policies, Ne-
gro political influence, and for-

eign aid.

Contrary to what might have

been, expected, feelings of ethnic

subordination were found to be

inversely related to political altru-

ism. In other words, Ave find just

the opposite of what might bave
been predicted from Lipsct's the-

ory of "status inferiorit/' assum-

ing, as seems reasonable to do,

that "ethnic subordination'' as

defined by Litt, is roughly equiva-

lent to "status inferiority" as de-

fined by Lipset. One studv then,

as limited in sample si/e and scope

as it was, nevertheless indicates

'.h it the greater the status inferior-

ity of the Jew, the less libera! he
is. Furthermore, of interest is Litt's

finding thai die Jews who are less

ethnically involved (defined as

identifying with Jewish groups
and agreeing with Jewish social

and religious norms) are almost as

liberal as those with high ethnic

involvment. This is something of

a. challenge to Fuch's conclusions

although Liu's precise definition

of Jewish social and teligious

norms is not specified and is prob-

ably different from dial of Fuchs.

In summary we can say that

we know a great deal about how

Jews behave politically but we

are far from understanding the

reasons.

5. Finally, there is the snob ap-

peal of English, perhaps partly

a heritage from the days when
the British ruled Palestine before

the birth of the Jewish State, and

perhaps even more due to the

present prestige and power of

American Jewry and of America

generally, people who were

brought up in Eastern Europe in

the Yiddish language will olten

prefer to speak to you in a halt-

ing English rather than a good

Yiddish. Editorial opinions of the

"Jerusalem Post," the only Eng-

lish language daily in the country,

are often quoted in the Hebrew
language press and on the Gov-

ernment owned radio, but never

the editorial opinions of the Yid-

dish daily "Letste Nates," which

has a larger circulation than the

"Post" but which caters to a hum-

bler class of readers. An elderly

Yiddish journalist from Poland,

who knows Hebrew well, who
spent several years in New York

where I became acquainted with

him and who now lives in retire-

ment in Tel Aviv, told me there

that whenever he has to go into

a Government office to transact

some business he always prefers

to speak English rather ihan He-

brew to the official in (barge, be-

cause he felt he would thereby

get more attention and respect.

This may be an exaggeration on

his part, but I heard similar stories

from several other persons.

With all that, if you come to

Israel, stop some Moroccan Jew
to ask in English lor some direc-

tion and he gives you a blank

stare, don't think he is being rude:

"As in the case of the miracles,"

Rabbi Winters asserts, "humanist-

naturalist thinkers have found

ways around this central idea" of

the Old Testament. The approach

is that some of "these sinning

folks" are considered as the great

est religious geniuses who evei

lived. Therefore, "if they, normal

people, could live and still achieve

the spiritual and ethical heights,

then there is still hope for us."

This widely applied approach,

according to Rabbi Winters, "com-

prises the midrash of modern Juda-

ism" but one of its consequences

is that those Jews who believe in

this "midrash" no longer "see God
as the only true Hero of history.

Thus they no longer comprehend
history as the arena in which God's

heroism is displayed." A theologi-

cal loss of such proportions "is a

terrible price to pay for a minor
humanist gain," the Reform rabbi

adds.

bin there is an even greater

cost, which is both theological and

humanist, he contends, which

arises from the fact thai the mir-

acle was not only objective reality

to the- Biblical writers: it was also

a symbol. "The reality of the mir-

acle represented God as the Hero
in the struggles of imperfect, un-

heroic men," Rabbi Winters
writes. "The miracle as a symbol

represented God's triumph over

nature." Otherwise put, the mir-

acle "symbolized God's control

over his creation" since he could

suspend and change natural law.

This idea is needed now more
than ever before, in Rabbi Win
ters' view because man's science

"has produced its own miracles,"

with "astounding control over na-

ture." However, this is an advance

which has given man neither hap
piness nor security. If today's

weaponry, for instance, "terrifies

us, we may well tremble at what

will be possible tomorrow."

For unfulfilled promises have

a way of haunting, nagging and

tormenting the conscience.

Pope of the Roman Catholic

Church, a new era for the Church

was finally begun. This man was,

to use the Jewish accolade, a

mensch — an individual deeply

and ultimately concerned for hu-

manness in all mankind. He in-

stilled, throughout the church, a

spirit of reverence for human per-

sonality — a love for the children

of the One eternal God . . . all of

the men, women and children on

this earth! And Pope John ac-

complished this in dramatic and

significant ways; he exemplified

ultimate concern and mutual re-

spect through the life he lived,

and he demanded emulation by

the Church.

He, for example, called on ad-

visory committee meetings in re-

gard to the removal of the nega-

tive and emotion-producing ad-

jective "perfidious" which was

applied to the Jews in the Good

Friday Mass. He found it person-

ally offensive and destructive and

obnoxious — and he ordered it re-

moved! He was sick and tired of

the back-biting and hostilities and

disagreements and disrespect with-

in and without the Church — and

so he convened the first Vatican

Council as a major and vital step

toward ecumenicity; toward mak-

ing the Catholic Church truly

catholic.

But to the anguish and heart-

ache of the entire world, John's

papacy was too short-lived. He
died having just begun the renov-

ation of the Church.

But when the assembly of Vati-

can II was convened under Pope

Paul, we were hopeful that though

John had died, he would still be

present in the midst of the Cath-

olic Church . . . that Pope Paul,

who was continuing John's work

had really been "given to the

Church to endow the prophetic

intuitions of his predecessor with

form and substance."

The world was hopeful and

waited for the results.

In the midst of the difficulties

that afflicted Vatican II, encou-

ragement and added hope was

given by Cardinal Suenens in an

address preached at a special Mass

commemorating the election of

John XXIII, In effect he told the

Council Fathers that Pope Paul's.

Council had begun, and, in case

anyone had any doubts, it was go-

ing to continue along the pastoral

and ecumenical lines laid down

by Pope John.

The issues discussed by the pre-

lates at Vatican I and Vatican II

are numerous and far more fa-

miliar to you than they are to me.

By and large, with one specific

exception, they shall have much
more influence upon your relig-

ious lives than mine. However,

the spirit that motiviates the en-

tire movement is one of liberalism

— and this concerns us all.

And flowering out of this spirit,

of course, is thai critical section

of Schema 4 relating to the Jews.

In paraphrased explanation, Car-

dinal Bea's proposal states that

"the part the Jewish leaders of

Christ's day played in bringing

about the crucifixion does not ex-

clude the guilt of all mankind.

But, the personal guilt of these

leaders cannot be charged to the

whole Jewish people either of his

time or today. It is, therefore, un-

just, to call this people 'deicide'

or to consider it 'cursed' by God."

The prospect of such a proposal

being adopted by the Roman
Catholic Church was greeted with

great applause by Jewish leader-

ship everywhere. While the sec-

tion, if adopted, will not com-

pletely remove the Jew from in-

volvement in Jesus' death, it

should hopefully and significant-

ly shift the focus of guilt from the

Jew to all mankind.

We therefore welcome and look

forward to such a change . . . and

yet it fills us with certain ambi-

valent feelings. Not so much dur-

ing the deliberations of Vatican

II, perhaps, as after its adjourn-

ment without having adopted this

section of Schema 4. Now the

ambivalence is marked! Yes, of

course we are still thrilled at the

prospect of having the Church cor-

rect a gross injustice of the ages—

but why have they waited so long?

Why not before the Crusades and
the Inquisition, the Russian pog-

roms and Nazi genocide? Why has

there been a 2000 year delay in

eradication of falsehood?

Why must we now wait until

Vatican III — and will the vindi-

cation come then?

But despite the mixed emotions,

we hope and pray for ultimate

success and the positive conse-

quences of such. For it should ul-

timately lead to an end to relig-

iously instigated anti-semitism and
allow the Jew the right to be judg-

ed and considered an individual,

along with anyone and everyone

else.

But I personally hope for some-

thing beyond the absence of anti-

semitism, and I interpret this

meeting here tonight as the initia-

tion of that toward which we move
... a sound and realistic dialogue

between Christianity and Judaism

so that we may come to under-

stand and thereby to respect the

religious points ol view of each.

This week is National Brother-

hood Week — a time for the ex-

change of ideas in an attempt for

better understanding.

for instance, you can go around

the corner and into a nook of

Times Square and have yourself

a glat-kosher pastrami on real

Jewish rye. Should you have an or-

iental yen, you can travel doAvn-

toAvn and be served Chinese deli-

cacies under rabbinic supervision.

Further south, you can even board

Noah's ark for kosher pizza pie

while listening to the tunes of an

Orthodox beatle. The somewhat

more sophisticated can uoav em-

bark on a non-Jewish ship for a

kosher cruise in the Carribean.

Despite lack of central organiza-

tion, Orthodoxy has created a re-

markable educational pyramid in

America, with its base of primary

education widening yearly, culmi-

nating in its apex of higher educa-

tion which is rising majestically

over Manhattan's Washington

Heights. Whereas a generation ago

a Jewish mother spoke of her son

the doctor, Mother Judaism can

now point proudly to her sons the

builders. The results of this edu-

cational drive are becoming ap-

parent and its influence has of

late been felt on many secular

campuses where Orthodox fewish

groups are flourishing to the dis-

may of their critics and antagon-

ists.

Does all this and more spell a

religious revival? Perhaps not. To
be sure, this does not mean a dis-

avowl of the successes of Ortho-

doxy. These have much positive

value when seen in proper per-

spective. Nevertheless, they also

seem to be symptoms of an accom-

odation of the forms of Orthodoxy

to Main Street, USA. While the

knitted yarmulke indicates the

pride of the wearer in his religion,

it may also show our society's ac-

ceptance of it as a fashion. The
signs point to Orthodoxy's return

to vogue. Of this we should be

wary. When religion becomes

fashionable it is not yet necessarily

alive and vibrant. It may become

smug and complacent.

It has now become proper lo

enroll one's child in a private Jew-

ish school, attend the synagogue

decorously, "enjoy'' the services

and the rabbi's sermon, respond

generously to various worthy ap-

peals, and hold an aesthetically

appealing prayerbook. One won-

ders whether the recent spate of

siddur publishing in America re-

flects a true revival of prayer, the

epitome of religion, or whether it

exemplified the sub-situation of an

object, a means, for an ideal, an

end.

One's home is strictly kosher, is

decorated with bronze Israeli ob-

jects d'art, and has a small shelf

of Jewish books including the

latest translation of the Torah.

Pedal-pushing young matrons buy

ready-to-heat-and-serve Jewish del-

icacies just like mother used to

make and vie with each other

over how many people each is

having for Kiddush.

Six days of the week are devot-

ed to the creation of the where-

withal of this accomodation of Or-

thodoxy to middle-class values of

the American "WASP" (White-An-

glo-Saxon-Protestant). One sus-

pects that it is their values by

which the modern Orthodox Jew
really lives with the addition of

a distinguishing religious ritual

and color. The immediate need

of the means for this religious

coloration take up all of his en-

ergies. Means are seen as the ulii-

mate ends of Torah. "Religious

revival" is essentially absent from

these important but external su<

cesses of Orthodoxy.

Real religion cannot be institus

tionalized. Synagogue buildings oi

organized kashruth are not self-

sufficient ends. A religious reviv-

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al can not be planned like an in-

dustrial relocation. The Jewish re-

ligious revival that grew out of

sixteenth-century Safed and eigh-

teenth-century Podolia was not

planned or organized out of a

complex of offices. Religious il-

lumination speared from the light

that was seen by a few singular
religious personalities.

The religious dimension of life

is an individual, not a mass or
group experience. It takes place
in the innermost recesses of one's
self as he relates to God. This re-

lationship becomes his ultimate
and absolute concern and thus
"relativizes" all other concerns and
values which are now no longer
primary. His life is no longer frag-

mentized. It is now unified; it is

directed; it is religious.

Thus true religion generally,
and Orthoodx Judaism in particu-
lar admits no peers in value or
commitment. The unity of God-
the fundamental affirmation of
Judaism-demands the correspond-
ing indivisible unity of man,
where all his needs, concerns and
values are directed toward his ul-

timate and absolute need, con-
cern, and value-God.

It is this unity and primacy of
concern which seems to be lack
ing in contemporary Orthodoxy.
God, Torah, religion are not our
"ultimate concern." The) are con-
cerns among many and are condi-
tioned by special situation and
temporal occasion.

We have a plurality of concerns
and values. Our lives are, there-
fore, departmentalized and frag-

mented. We relate God to an oc-
casion, an institution or, a division.

There is a time for God and a time
for golf, a time to pray and a

time to play. We live a smoothly
organized life where each part,
including religion, plays its role.

We render to God what is God's
and what remains is ours. The
modern Orthodox Jew, smug and

The American Jewish TIMES-OUTLOOK

complacent, is convinced of his

just deserts and confidently awaits

lu's generous portion of the Levia-

than.

Here is the rub. Religion to be

religious cannot be just another
function of man. It does not serve

any other purpose nor fill any
other need, be it psychological,

social, political, or aesthetic. God
has not come to inaugurate politi-

cians in office nor to be invoked
at farewell dinners nor even to

make man happy and give him
peace. God is either man's only

absolute value or He becomes
another idol of man's market place,

another item in the suburban shop-

ping center. God is either our ulti-

mate concern or He is of no con-

cern. Religion is its own end; total

man in the service of God.

possible to project existing trends

and to make educated guesses as

to what the trends might total up

to at a given point in the future.

This is done with population

data, for example, and is wide-

spread in business forecasting.

The trouble with trying this with

Jewish life is that the Jewish ex-

perience in this country is totally

unlike that of any other recorded

Jewry in history. In the light of

that recorded experience what is

happening in American Jewish life

is strange enough to drive the Jew-

ish pundits to distraction.

The result is the emergence of

what might be called an opposing

polarity of views. There are those,

described as "Negators of the

Gault," who can see only group

oblivion for American Jews. The
opposite polt is inhabited by those

who—observing with awe the un-

usual wealth of resources of every

kind of Amei icanjew—say the Jew-

ish future in America cannot be

other than bright.

Both postures deal with unreali-

ties. The fact seems to be that if

the yardsticks of Jewish life of pre-

Hitler Eastern Europe are used,

only one conclusion is possible.

These American Jews who do

things — Jewishly-speaking, that

is — so differently from their Eu-

ropean forebears must disappear.

How else?

But the European pale or ghetto

and the American freedom are of

the substance of two different

planets and the comparison cannot

be valid and the yardsticks do not

measure. All that the unbiased ob-

server can do is to look at the

American Jew as he is and does,

and grapple with the realization

that this Jew is composing his own
special kind of Jewishness. He does

want to be a Jew and he wants

his children to be Jews, though it

is unwise and possibly frustrating

to press him for details.

Passover is one of the typical

examples. Why should the home-

maker of a Reform Jewish family

buy all the kosher food trappings

for a Passover table from which

kosher foods are lacking the rest

of the year? It is likely there will

be bread on the Seder table along

with the matzoh. The combination

would be a shocker to one of the

martyred Jewish families of Dvin-

sk, but it is a Passover table and

it springs from an authentic Jew-

ish impulse.

How does one measure the mean-

ing of the sudden upsurge each

year in kosher-for-Passover in-

terest and sales. Stores in Jewish

neighborhoods report that they

sell as much kosher products in

the two-week-pre-Passover period

as they do during the other 50

weeks.

Consider the experience of the

Kosher Certification Service of the

Union of Orthodox Jewish Con-

gregations. It publishes two types

of kosher products directories. One
is a year-round listing and the

other is a once-a-year Passover

Products Directory. The number

of Passover Directories asked for

each year — and the organization

sends out material only on re-

quest — averages close to an

astounding 200,000 copies, well

above the total of the year-round

Directories it distributes on re-

quest. If it is assumed that there

are about 1,500,000 Jewish fami-

lies in this country, almost one in

every seven such families get this

Directory each year and presum-

ably uses it.

Moreover, the trend in Kosher-

for-Passover products has been

rising steadily each year lor more

than half a decade, according to

no less an authority than the Wall

Street Journal. Kosher product

sales generally also have been ris-

ing but not at the same pace. It

is impossible to classify the precise

Jewishness of such behavior but

it w«uld be preposterous to argue

that at its core it is not Jewish.

It is.

And there is much more of this

puzzling activity. There is the

practically universal observance of

Chanukah among suburban fami-

lies. This Chanukah, like Passover,

has been put through the Ameri-

can Jewish twentieth-century mold

and in some aspects is weirdly dif-

are not concerned with solving the

problems of Israel's aged, but of

providing a happy home for peo

pie who want to rethe in the

Holy Land. We accept guests of

all ages, provided ihey are in good

health."

Guests become members of the

Club by buying a life time mem-

bership. The prices are such that

it requires something more than

the Social Security pension to pay

the cost involved. Membership re-

quires the payment of an entrance

fee of $3,500 for a single room

with a monthly payment of $200:

if the member shares a room, the

entrance fee drops 10 $2,250 and

the monthly charge to $'55. While

a member makes up his mind

whether or not to join the Club,

he pays a lower deposit and a

higher monthly fee for a period

of 6-9 months. Every year, 25 per

cent of the entrance lee goes to

the Club. If the member leaves or

passes away before the lapse of

four years, the balance of the en-

trance fee is refunded.

The Club employs a doctor, a

nurse and an occupational thera-

pist, who is in charge of the hobby-

room. This is equipped with

games and hobby material. There

is a billiard-room available for

members who play the game. Many
of them play cards. Cinema per-

formances are given twice a week.

There are Hebrew lessons and

Bible classes.

"Every Friday evening and

Saturday morning, we have syna-

gogue services, conducted by a

well known cantor. These are ex-

tremely well attended," says Mr
Agib. "We have lectures on all

sorts of subjects. To give you an

example, one which we have just

heard which was particularly sue

cessful, was by Rabbi Meir Passow,

on: 'Why the Jew laughs*'. Every

Sabbath, we have a special Oneg

Shabbat which is always a great

success.

'We have been particularly

pleased by the response to the

sight-seeing tours we organize.

Some of these are very strenuous

for older people, but they all go

along and seem to enjoy the ride.

We have gone very far afield, but

they all seem able to keep up.

"Talking about the energy of

our members, every morning we

have medical gymnastics.

time by talking to her male coun-

terparts. One night, a soldier liked

the sound or her voice and said

he would like to meet her. "Sure,"

replied the girl. They met and

after their Army service, were mar-

ried.

The participation of women in

today's modern Israel Army is not

the first ttme in the Yishuv's his-

tory that women have served along-

side men. In the early 1900's, wo-

men stood watch with the first

self-defense unit, the Shomer. La-

ter, women served in the Hag-

anah and Palmach and fought in

the War of Independence. Wo-

men consistently have possessed

equal status and responsibility in

Israel society.

Commenting on today's pion-

eering women, Miss Berner said

women in the Army perform a

vital service to the nation by teach-

ing immigrant recruits Hebrew,

Jewish History and the country's

way of life.

The biggest problem facing Is-

rael today, according to its leaders,

is to educate to European stand-

ards the thousands of immigrants

from Arab lands. Immigrant girls

must be educated to independence

and self-reliance. Immigrant men
have to exorcize scores of miscon-

ceptions about the general role of

women in society.

What better place is there than

the Army to educate newcomers,

point out Israel Army officers. It

is cheaper and easier to teach in

the Army. There are fewer dis-

tractions for the pupil and disci-

pline helps to fan the melting pot

process in Israel. "If anything has

served as a melting pot for new
immigrants, it has been the Army,"

declared Lt. Col. Monaz.

There are those in Israel, of

course, who are against women
serving in the Army. Some Ortho-

dox groups look askance at fie

drafting of women. (Women serve

for two years; men, two and a

half.) Many Orthodox Jews believe

the only proper place for a Jew-

ish woman is within the house-

hold.

In the early 1950's, a compro-

mise was worked out with various

Religious Party Knesset leaders

whereby women from Orthodox

homes are allowed to take their

period of national service in ap-

proved civilian jobs, such as hos-

pitals and immigrant centers.

Opposition to girls in the Army
also comes from a group which

believes that the Army is causing

Israel girls to lose some of their

feminity. Lt. Col. Monbaz refutes

this charge. He proudly points to

Israel beauty queens who were

in the Army and adds that the

Army has not caused his attractive

daughter nor his nieces and other

female relatives to lose any of their

feminity. He added that the Army
instructs women in proper dress

and organizes socials for its gal

soldiers. "If a girl has masculine

tendencies, she has them with or

without the Army," he said.

There are still those in Israel,

non-Orthodox persons included,

who are not satisfied with the

"bland government declaration,''

that women are needed for the

defense of Israel. They say the

efficient use of women in the Army
is limited to a few specific jobs

in this the nuclear age and that

most nations do not conscript wo-

men in peacetime.

Prime Minister Levi Eshkol in-

dicated at a recent news conference

that the government is considering

reducing the length of military

service.

Meanwhile, the Army attracts

people like Miss Berner who is

exuberant over her role and ex-

perience in the Army. Today, Miss

Berner is studying journalism.

Like another well-known former

Israeli soldierette, authoress and

daughter of a famous Israel gen-

eral, Miss Berner hopes to write

about Israel. One can be sure

that much of the material wdl

come from her Army service.

The owners of

the slaughter house contended

they were complying with Jewish

laws, that the terms of the rabbi-

nate were unreasonable and that

in any event its operations were

going on under the supervision of

a rabbi. The rabbinate's retort was

that it wasn't so and that the al-

leged rabbi who was supervising

the slaughterhouse had not been

recognized by the central rabbinic

body.

The Rabbinical Council did

not appear at the court hearing

presumably because such a move
would be interpreted as conceding

that the High Court had a right

to determine maters of religious

law.

Russia And The Jew
Much has been written and spoken about Jewish life in

the Soviet and the purpose of this editorial is not the hope thai

we can add much by way of supplying additional information,

or in suggesting a remedy. Rather, it is to point out a new
analysis of the motivation for what is taking place there.

A summary of most of the seemingly authoritative reports

makes it clear that the situation that exists can in no way be
compared to that which prevailed in Nazi Germany. The plan-

ned strategy is not primarily physical harassment; rather it is

based on the thought that discouraging Jews in the practice

of their religion will lead to assimilation.

The 350 synagogues that at one time existed in Russia

have dwindled to about go. These for the most part arc at

tended by the older people, and attendance has been frought

with danger, for, intermingled in the congregation are in-

formers, on the lookout for some breach thai could lead to

arrest and prosecution. Religious educational and cultural life

is virtually extinct. There is but one rabinical seminary, which
has never ordained a rabbi, and which never had more than

14 students.

In late 1961, a Yiddish literary bimonthly was established,

limited to a circulation of 25,000. Of the nearly 150 living

Jewish writers who contribute to this journal, not one has

been allowed to publish a volume of his work—whether fiction

poetry, literary criticism or historical research—in the language

in which he writes, Yiddish.

With this drive toward assimilation, even those who have

taken the path of least resistance and succumbed, fin 1 that this

is no answer. Perhaps their progeny may benefit over a period

of years, but they themselves find that assimilation has made
little difference in their day-to-day living, and they are still

regarded as Jews and subject to all of the usual embarassments.

Our national government has seemingly indicated interest

in this situation and last Spring President Lyndon B. Johnson
met with a group of Jewish leaders at the White House to dis-

cuss the findings presented on the problem by a previously

held conference of several Jewish organizations in Washing-
ton. We know of course, that the government has many pro-

blems, national and international in scope, and we can only

hope that eventually it will get around to the devising of ways
and means to remedy the position of the three million Jews in

Russia.

Jewish Education

Geneva, Switzerland, was the site recently of a Jewish

I
parley that could herald a new approach to the problem of

(Jewish education in the countries outside Israel if the decision

by the World Conference on Jewish Education to establish an

;organ that is to deal with the situation on a global scale meets

tthe support it deserves.

The ultimate objective of the 50-member World Council
ton Jewish Education is to stimulate interest in Jewish educa-

tion on a global basis and to be helpful in the establishment of

Jewish educational facilities in countries where none or few

exist.

However, as serious as is the basic problem, the peripheral

one — lack of teachers — is perhaps of more immediate im-

portance.

Continental Europe and Great Britain were reported

losing annually about 360 of their combined number of 1,800

teachers while turning out only 38 each year. When this is

added to the fact that only 25% of the children in continental

Europe are attending Jewish schools, it is obvious that the situ-

ation for Jewish survival takes on an ominous character.

In the United States, where the teacher shortage is not as

acute as it is in Europe, the situation is such that 8,500 teachers

are occupying 19,000 posts by holding on to dual or more jobs,

to the detriment of the educational system and to themselves.

In addition, only half of the annually vacated teaching posts —
estimated at 1 ,200 — are filled by competently trained teachers

coming from the various rabbinical schools and teacher train-

ing seminaries. If it were not for the fact that many of the

teachinp; posts are filled by Israelis in our country, the dearth

of Jewish teachers in our own community would be a tragic

one.

There will be much pondering of this situation in Jewish
professional and lay circles concerned with the problem of edu-
cation. As laymen, we have no ready answer, but it seems to us>

there can be no augmenting of the teacher cadre unless we
create a climate in which the Jewish teacher can live on the

same level of income, security and community respect that is

extended to teachers in our areas of general education.

To attract new teachers, Ave must make the field of edu-

cation, of Jewish education, an attractive one in every sense to

those who would enter it. The crisis is a real one, but it is not
insoluble if there is will to solve it. The effort, however, will

require more than local action.

Qrt's War On Poverty
At this time of public concern in our country with the

war on poverty and the effects of technology on unemploy-
ment, it is appropriate to call attention to the work of ORT.

A report on the world-wide activities of this agency has

just been published under the title "ORT Yearbook 1964." It

describes how the teaching of trades is used to modernize the

way of life among Jewish youth in Tel Aviv, Casablanca,

Teheran, Bombay and Tunisia. It tells of extensive programs
to impart skills to 120,000 Algerian Jewish refugees in France

so that they can become eligible for jobs and begin to con-

struct a new life. It reports how 20,000 young people in Israel

are being imbued with knowledge and training in mid-twen-
tieth century technology, the better to participate in na-

tional development and, at the same time, to fill the vacuum
of skills in Israel's emerging industries.

ORT is doing this kind of work in 22 countries. It is the

largest voluntary program of vocational and technical educa-

tion in the world. Its network of over 600 schools includes,

THIS COLUMN BY A BOY
He began his speech: "I am the

'mystery man' of the American

Revolution. My ancestry is Jewish-

Portuguese. I was born in Lissa,

ALFRED SEGAL

Poland, about 1740. Early in life

1 joined the cause for Polish free
1

-

dom and was expelled from my
^country by the Russians because

of my passion for independence."

"Who am I?" he asked. "I am
Haym Salomon, known to my con-

temporaries as 'the mystery man'

of the American Revolution.

Haym in Hebrew means 'life.' I

rejoice that I was able, in the1 only

way I could, to give my substance,

even my life, for the cause of Ame-

rica, the bulwark of freedom."

The one who was speaking as

Haym Salomon to me and others

in the hall was a high school boy

of our town . . . Larry Hall, a

'Christian youth. He and nine

other high school boys were speak-

ing there that morning in an ora-

torical contest of the Sons of the

American Revolution.

I was one of the judges of the

contest ... to pick the winner.

ILarry Hall continued in his role

as Haym Salomon: "Forced to flee

for my life, I arrived in England

with the spark of freedom still

-glowing in my breast ... I was

engaged in a plot to burn the Bri-

tish fleet and was condemned to

xleath."

Larry went on to report that as

Haym Salomon he fled "to the

shores of America where I joined

xhe cause of the Colonist. By 1772

I had become a broker in New
York. My activities in behalf of in-

dependence in 1776 led me to ar-

rest as a spy by the British.

"After being paroled, I acted as

undercover agent among the Hes-

sians and was arrested again as a

spy in 1778 and sentenced to

death. By briefing the jailor, of

Provost Prison in New York with

a string of gold guineas concealed

in my clothes. I was able to escape

execution."

Well, we three judges of the ora-

tory contest listened with rapt rec-

ognition of Haym Salomon. We
knew about him but this was the

first time we'd ever heard him . . .

anyway, in the voice of Larry Hall.

He told us that he became a

broker in Philadelphia and was

appointed paymaster for the

French Army of the American

Revolution ... "I persuaded lit-

erally hundreds of Hessians to

desert or resign from the British

service. I recall giving James Mad-

ison and other delegates money

so that they could stay in Congress

when their states were unable to

pay their salaries. Altogether I

advanced something like $700,000

to the Continental Army and to

the maintenance of the bankrupt

government's credit.

"My fortune, which was consid-

erable, was given without hesita-

tion to the American fight for

freedom. 1 encouraged other pa-

triots to do likewise."

After that Larry spoke up as

Larry himself, a youth of today's

world, who is worried about it

because of all that goes on now.

He was saying that today "the

world is so small that its two vital

parts . . . democracy and commu-

nism . . . each has sufficient nu-

clar power to bring about total

world destruction by mere push-

button control. Now more than

ever we need such men on the

side of democracy as Haym Solo-

mon to preserve its principles on

our planet.

"Democracy which assures to

each man his personal dignity,

grants him his inalienable right

. . . has been born of the travail

of persecuted and enslaved peo-

ples. Haym Salmon was such a per-

son. A devout Jew, he had known

religious persecution in its bit-
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terest form. Though a man of

wealth and education, he was an

outcast. The pressure was so great

that he was willing to dedicate his

wealth to the last cent and his life

to the last drop of blood for the

cause of religious freedom. In the

greater Quaker City of Philadel-

phia he firmly established Jewry."

Haym Salomon reminded Lar-

ry Hall of another Jew he has

met. Said Larry: "He is like an-

other of the same ancestry whose

life so greatly changed the world.

It is a challenge to us to preserve

our religious heritage where even

today within our borders are

rumblings of racial and religious

intolerance . . . Silver and gold

Haym Salomon had, and of such

he freely and unselfishly gave to

the cause of liberty . . . The cost

of the American Revolution was

It only comparatively recently,

the overriding concern of mankind

was physical survival, — and as I

look over my sermons of the last

several years, this concern is re-

flected in them — we are now less

worried about that.

Thi;. phenomenon today is dis-

content. This in itself is nothing

new. Man has always thought

himself unfulfilled, a state which

has urged him on to greater ac-

complishments. What is new is:

that it occurs at a time ol un-

precedented prosperity, at a time

when the prospects for peace are

better than they have been in any
time in the last fifty years, at a

time when science has lifted the

burden of labor and physical suf-

fering from off mankind and cer-

tainly off the vast majority of

Americans. And, that this discon-

tent manifests itself not bv urg-

ing him further ahead, but by
turning him backward to the good
old days, when discontent was

surely more justifiable.

Whenever we pick up a book or

magazine dealing with contem-

porary history, it is this gnawing
and galloping disease seemingly

attacking with ever growing fero-

city the very fiber of our being,

which is constantly being pointed
out, diagnosed and analyzed. The
Talmudic injunction: to be con-

sent with one's lot is a lost art.

There is nothing wrong for man
to try and improve his lot. What
is wrong is that when the im-

provement is accomplished, it fails

to do to us what it was expected

Discontent -

Dire Disease

By Rabbi Joseph Asher

The following is a sermon delivered by Rabbi Asher at Temple Emanuel,

Greensboro, N. C. on Rosh Hashona day.—THE EDITOR.

AROUND

t(i do. The American who has fin-

ally broken out of the crowded

tenement into woodsy suburbia is

unhappy and nostalgically recalls

the "carefree" days when fresh air

would only be enjoyed on a

crowded fire escape. He sees his

children enjoying all the advan-

tages he did not have and for

which he fled the squalor in the

first place, only to see his children

discontented with the things with

which he would have been delight-

ed. The problems of the cold Avar

make so many nostalgic for those

days when victory was a victory

and defeat was defeat. When there

were still ways to get it over with,

one way or the other.

Labor saving devices have un-

chained the American woman
from an overheated kitchen and

the American man from much of

the back-breaking and mind-dull-

ing labor, only to make him dis-

contented with an abundance of

spare time with nothing to do, and

the anonymity of his contribution

co our society. Young American

women almost envy their mothers

kneading dough in their kitchens

for their daily bread, and young
American men hobby and garden

themselves into a sweat, perhaps

to relieve vicariously the ingenu-

ity of their pioneer, self-reliant,

inventive forebears. The American

Negro is more discontented now
with all the strides he has made
than, he was, when he did not

know any better, a generation ago.

And the Southern white who never

had it so good, is discontented at

being dragged belatedly into the

20th century. And the talk among
Negroes about black nationalism

and among the southern whites

about state's rights are both utter

nonsense and only backward-look-

ing catalysts for their discontent.

All this discontent is bound to

make our lives miserable, individ-

ually and collectively. More crime,

more violence, more divorces, more

juvenile delinquency, more drug

addiction, more alcoholism, more

mental illness, they are the visible

symptoms of this debilitating sick-

ness of discontent. And these

symptoms are as nothing compar-

ed to the unheard and unnoticed

despair that beset so many jives in

the stillness of the night and the

privacy of our homes, never quite

exploding into visible soreness,

yet festering with ever growing

malignancy.

Before we can even begin to at-

tack this dreadful disease, we
should know what causes it. And
surprisingly, its causes are very

simple. But, as with so many sim-

ple things, they are not recogniz-

ed very easily. They are hidden

under double-talk and the abra-

cadabra of quackery. We are dis-

content because we have been mis

led to believe that material pro-

gress is an end in itself. Now we
know, this is not true and we don't

know what to believe. Our entire

culture is geared to the acquisition

of material goods and the promise

that they bring happiness. What
are some of these promises? A
better home in a better neighbor-

hood will raise better children —
wrong. There are as many delin-

quent children in good neighbor-

hoods as in the depressed ones.

Bigger weapons in greater num-
bers will bring peace — wrong.

Little Cuba and even lesser Viet

Nam with virtually no weapons
can cause us no end of trouble.

More take home pay will relieve

us of financial worry — wrong. It

only gets us, it seems, into bigger

debt! More freedom guaranteed

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American Notables

Solomon Nunes
Carvalho
By Harry Simonhoff

John C. Fremont ranks among
ihe most colorful figures in Ameri-

can history. Teacher, civil engi-

neer, surveyor for railroads, and

army officer, he eloped with jessie

Benton. the talented literary

daughter of Missouri's senator,

then a top leader in national poli-

tics. Thereafter Fremont became

an explorer on a par in daring

with Daniel Boone, Kit Carson

and those adventurers who pene-

trated trackless country never be-

fore trodden by white man.

There was also in his make-up
an element of the irrational that

sometimes got him into trouble,

but also won him everlasting fame.

But for Fremont, California might

not have been a part of the U.S.A.

His unorthodox conduct clashed

with the army authorities. He
was court-martialed and found

guilty. By this time his popularity

was such that President Polk found

it necessary to pardon him. He
had purchased a tract of land on
which gold was subsequently

lound. Instead of earning millions,

this land was lost after protracted

litigation. In 1850 he was sent to

represent California in the U. S.

Senate.

One day in August 1853 this

Byronesque leader with plenty of

personal magnetism met and in-

vited Solomon Nunes Carvalho to

join his new expedition for ex-

ploring the far west into Califor-

nia. Carvalho succumbed to Col.

Fremont's charm and immediately

consented. This was surprising in

I 38-year-old aesthete, who had led

a sheltered life, and who had writ-

ten a treatise on the Biblical ori-

gin of the universe, entitled The
Two Creations. Born in Charles-

ton, he had in his 20th year set up

as a portrait painter and had re-

ceived a silver medal from the

South Carolina Institute for his

Moses Receiving the Tablets of

the Law on Sinai, which was de-

stroyed in 1838 when the Beth

Elohim Synagogue burned down.

Fortunately Carvalho had drawn

a sketch of its interior so that 10-

day we can still see the "spacious

and elegant" Synagogue described

by LaFayette and dedicated in

1794 before Gov. Moultrie and

his large entourage of military and

civilians. But his best known paint-

ings are the portraits of Rabbi

Isaac Leeser, the leader of Ameri-

can Orthodox Jewry, and Thomas
Hunter, the founder of Hunter

College in New York.

It also seems strange that Fre-

mont should have selected a sensi-

tive artist to join his party of ten

Indians,, two Mexicans, and five

Americans for an expedition that

called for the toughest kind of

physical and moral fibre. But Fre-

mont was born in Savannah and

studied at the College of Charles-

ton. Evidently he recognized the

loyal, impulsive, hardy adventu-

rous nature of Carvalho and put

on his persuasive charm to win

over a fellow Southerner, whom he

understood and appreciated. Be-

sides being a painter, Carvalho

was expert in handling the recent-

ly invented daguerreotype photo-

graphy, never before utilized in

explorations.

Autumn was well advanced by

the time the expedition got under

way. Winter is obviously not the

season for climbing the Rocky

Mountains. The planning and

timing reveals the queer streak in

Femont's make-up, the imnracti-

cal knight-errantry that fails to

provide sufficient food against

starvation.

Month after month the heroic

band blazed its vanishing trail thru

dense forests in ice and snow.

Winding alongside the majestic

mountains, a slip on the narrow

ice frozen path might plunge man
or beast into the deep valley or riv-

er beds far below. Food supplies

dwindled; the explorers had to

kill their pack horses and fry the

meat in melted tallow candles.

When a beaver was shot, or a por-

cupine killed, the starved men
celebrated a holiday feast. Finally

all beasts of burden were con-

sumed, and there was danger of

cannibalism among the dessperate

hunger-crazed crew.

Carvalho was second in com-

mand and a favorite with the

tough-minded group. No hardship

could weaken his confidence in

or loyalty to his chief. He writes,

"While suffering from frozen feet

and hands, without food for 2-1

hours, traveling on foot over

mountains of snow, I have stopped

on the trail, made pictures of the

country, repacked my materials,

and found myself frequently with

my friend Egloffstein, who general-

ly remained with me to make ba-

rometrical observations, and a

muleteer, some five or six miles

behind camp, which was reached

only with great expense of bodily

as well as metal suffering. The
great secret, however, of my untir-

ing perserverance and continued

success was that my honor was

pledge! to Col. Fremont to per-

form certain duties, and I would

rather have died than not have re-

deemed it. I made pictures up to

the very day Col. Fremont found

it necessary to bury the whole

baggage of the camp, including

the daguerreotype apparatus."

The vice-commander, on one oc-

casion saved the entire party from

massacre. A stray horse had been

shot for food and some Indians

collected its value. About 30 miles

further a different band of In-

dians claimed the horse. The Utes.

had good horses, were well armed

with bows, arrows, rifles, and

greatly outnumbered the explor-

ers. Fremont saw the perii and'

resorted to strategy. He knew his

lieutenant to be a crack shot, and

gave him an order in secret.

Carvalho started gun practice

with a Colt six-shooter and hit the

bull's-eye six times. Cleverly shift-

ing revolvers, he invited the chief

to try his skill with a pistol which

the Indians thought had already

fired six times. The only guns the

red men knew needed reloading

after each shot. Amazed that the

whites had a weapon that could

shoot indefinitely, the Indians

withdrew and went their way.

Conditions became desperate.

Malnutrition brought on scurvy

and diarrhea. Their emaciated

bodies wrapped in tattered shreds,

scarcely had sufficient strength to

drag over the snow that might cov-

er a hollow deep ravine. One of

the band died of starvation and

exposure. When all hope began

to abandon even their indomitable

leader, help came unexpectedly

from a Mormon outpost. Carvalho-

was taken to Salt Lake City. With

rest, food and care, he gradually

regained health. He remained for

a time with the Mormons and did

a painting of Brigham Youngs

their governor.

THE PREACHER OF LUBNO
By Dr. H. Rabinowicz

The king of the Maggidim,

Rabbi Jacob B. Wolf Kranz (1741-

1804), was popularly known as the

Dubner Maggid. His contempor-

aries, Rabbi Jonathan Ebbershutz,

Rabbi Eliezer Fleckles and Rabbi

Judah B. Bezalel, were outstand-

ing preachers Rabbi Krantz oc-

cupied posts in Messeritz, Zolkiev,

Wollawa, Kalisch and Zamosc. He
has come down to posterity as the

Maggid of Dubner, a town in Vol-

hynia where he spent 18 years. He
was the most popular preacher of

his generation. Even Rabbi Elijah

B. Solomon, the Wilna Goan
(1720-1797) enjoyed his company
and delighted in his homilies. He
made use of the Mashal-the par-

able, the homely illustration to

drive home his lesson and through

them a niche in the hearts of his

people. A few examples of his

methods will suffice.

We read in Deuteronomy (Chap

ter XIII) "All his word which I

commend you, ye shall observe to

do: thou shalt not add thereto

nor diminish from it.' The Dub-

ner comments "We can well un-

derstand the anxiety of the Law-

giver letst the people diminish

from it and fail to observe one of

the 613 commandments. What,

however, is the purpose of stres-

sing 'Thou shalt not add? Is there

harm in being over meticulous in

the fulfilment of God's Law?"

With a Mashal he illuminated the

Biblical passage. A man once asked

his neighbor for the loan of a pot.

On the following day, the bor-

rower gratefully returned two

pots. "Why are you giving me
two pots? Surely I only gave you

one." "The pot you gave me1,"

was the rejoinder, "gave birth to

another pot." Some time later the

same man borrowed a bowl, and

again he returned two with the

explanation that the bowl begot

another one. Eventually he asked

for the loan of a pair of expensive

silver candlesticks. Some time elap-

sed and the precious objects were

not returned. Anxiously the lend-

er inquired for them. "My friend,"

he was solemnly told "I regret to

inform you that the candlestcks

are dead." "My candlesticks are

dead! How can inanimate objects

die?" Well, you believed that the

pots and the bowls had given

birth to pots and bowls; you can

also believe that candlesticks are

mortal. Similarly," concluded the

Dubner Maggid "If one adds to the

Laws, there is the danger that one

might eventually detract from

iheni."

On Rosh Hashonah and Yom
kippur, the Dubner brought home
to his listeners the true signifi-

cance of the " Days of Awe."

There was once a peasant who
lived in the country. He was

simple
, unsophisticated, entirely

unworldly. Once he ventured to

visit the city of Minsk. He felt

almost intoxicated with the sights

of the big town, the houses, the

shops; a new world was opening

before his very eyes. Suddenly he

observed a man beating a very

large drum. On inquiring, he was

told that a fire had broken out in

the town.. The peasant was greatly

impressed. With all his available

resources he purchased a big

drum, and returned happily to his

native village. The local villagers

were a thirst for news. He was over-

whelmed with questions and

many earnestly and persistently

solicited for his impressions of

town life. The peasant, however,

was not responsive. Nothing would

induce him to part with his newly

acquired knowledge. Eventually

he said: "Wait till a fire breaks

out. I have a new method for

putting out fires." His wish was

fulfilled sooner than he had dared

to hope. A fire broke out in the

village. The inhabitants of the

village were about to rush for

buckets and water. To their a-

mazement, they were obstructed by

the peasant. 'I have a new way of

putting out fires' he exclaimed.

He brought out his drum and in-

cessantly began to beat it. Natur-

ally the entire village was burned

down. The peasant then realized,

alas too late, that the drum was

merely a method of arousing the

people and that by itself it is

powerless and no avail. Similarly,"

THE JOHN F. KENNEDY PEACE

FOREST IN ISRAEL

By A. Schreiber

On the hallowed ground where

Par Kochba waged his last gallant

battle for Judea's freedom two

thousand years ago, the John F.

Kennedy Peace Forest will rise

within the green confines of the

American-Israel Freedom Forest,

planted by the Jewish National

Fund and dedicated to peace and

the bonds of friendship that link

the two nations.

For the Jews of America, no

tribute to our martyred President

could be more fitting and endur-

ing than this living symbol of his

greatness as a champion of peace

throughout the world.

The Kennedy Forest, when com-

pleted, will comprise millions of

trees, each to be a living verdant

symbol of the freshness of vision

and the inspiration our late Pres-

ident brought to the White House.

The lofty monument, which will

be erected after a national com-

petition in which Israel's leading

architects will submit designs, will

be located on a broad natural

plateau overlooking the city of

Jerusalem, with the blue Mediter-

ranean visible on a clear day. A
huge supporting wall, encircling

the monument, will provide the

framework for fifty tall columns,

each, representing a state of the

Union.

Plans also call for a subterra-

nean chamber to be built into the

mountain which will contain a

bust of the late President illumi-

nated by a Ner Tamid (Eternal

Light). In front of the bust, a pul-

pit will contain a Memorial Book
wherein visitors will inscribe their

names. On the walls of the cham-

ber will be carved some of the

late President's most memorable

utterances. Visitors will leave this

hallowed place through a garden

of trees, which will symbolize the

verdant and eternal nature of this

memorial.

A broad highway to be known

as the John F. Kennedy Memorial

Parkway, will be built by the Is-

rael Government to make the Ken-

nedy Peace Forest readily accessi-

ble to the many thousands of ex-

pected visitors.

The cornerstone laying of the

memorial will be held with appro-

priate ceremony this forthcoming

November 22nd, marking the first

anniversary of the assassination of

the President. The unveiling of the

memorial is scheduled to take place

on the Fourth of July, 1965, in the

presence of two thousand Ameri-

can and Israeli leaders.

Plans for the impressive tribute

to a great leader were formulated

by Max Bressler, President of the

Jewish National Fund of America,

and Levi Eshkol Prime Minister

of Israel, during a recent visit to

Israel by Mr. Bresler. The prime

minister had issued a statement of

support and participation in the

Kennedy memorial. Declared Mr.

Eshkol: "The President John F.

Kenndy Peace Forest in Israel's

Freedom Forest will serve as a

notable tribute to the memory of

a great American and a world

statesman. With this project you

ar forging still another link in the

chain of projects symbolizing the

friendship between the peoples of

the United States and Israel

"As a valiant seeker for peace

and the rights of men, your late

President was an outstanding ex-

ample of this enduring friendship.

The people and the government

of Israel will be singularly honored

to be associated with this tribute

to his everlasting memory." Mr.

Eshkol pledged that the Govern-

ment would utilize its fullest

resourcs to erect a monument wor-

thy of the fallen leader, for whom
he expressed a deep and abiding

affection.

It seems highly appropriate that

the Jewish National Fund along

with great multitudes of Ameri-

cans should honor the late Presi-

dent in this tangible, yet symbolic,

manner, for John F. Kennedy had

long been a champion of the Fund.

While president, he had declared

that "the Jewish National Fund

represents one of Zionism's most

constructive achievements in hu-

man welfare and social develop

ment." Just three short weeks be-

for his cruel and untimly end, the

President had expressed his sup-

port of the American Freedom

Forest in Israel, which, he declared

"both cements the bond between

Israel and the United States and

The pioneering role of the Jew-

ish National Fund in reclaiming a

ravaged land and in afforesting

the gaunt hills of the Jewish

Homeland was of deep significance

to our great President. It recalled

to him the great westward move-

ment of reclamation and settle-

ment in the United States in the

middle of the last century. He saw

in Israel and the United States

many parallels, and the youthful

spirit in him responded with deep

understanding to the burgeoning

problems of the lusty infant State

of Israel.

In an address delivered in New

York City in September, I960, the

President stated:

"There have always been skep

1 tics scoffing at the possibility of

making deserts bloom and rocky

I soil productive. In this regard,

our own country as a nation and

Israel have many parallels — in the

diversity of their origins, in their

capacity to reach the unattainable,

i
in the receptivity to new ideas and

i social experimentation.

"The Jewish National Fund,

which for forty-seven years fore-

ishadowed the existence of . an in-

dependent Jewish state and as-

sembled long in advance a perpe-

jtual trust in land for the Jewish

(people, symbolized this magnifi-

'cent achivement. Just as our own

West has sustained progress against

!the impacts of serious farm de-

gressions, crop failures, credit cri-

sis and droughts, so, too, Israel

has had to exist on narrow margins

of survival, on a constant climate

of hostility and outside danger.

Yet it has endured and its integrity

remains unimpaired, and this suc-

cess can be in a large measure at-

tributed to the Jewish National

Fund."

A series of Kennedy Peace

Award Dinners, sponsored by the

Jewish National Fund, which will

be held throughout the nation

beginning this fall, will serve not

only to recall the greatness of

John Kennedy, but will allow

Americans who loved and respect-

ed him to translate their thoughts

and their emotions into the con-

structive and enduring form of the

John F. Kennedy Peace Forest in

Israel.

Deputy Premier Abba Eban has

left Israel for a goodwill mission

to Mexico, Venezula and Colum-

bia at the invitation of the gov-

ernments of those countries. The

purpose of the visit was said to be

further fostering of friendly rela-

tions between Israel and Latin

America.

I JEWIS! IG ADULTS WANT

OF THE JEWISH COMMUNITY
By Dr. Harry Specht

Jewish young adults have very

little investment in formal Jew-

ish religious and educational in-

stitutions. This no doubt arises

from the child-centered focus of

Jewish community life todav and

the social basis of that community

life. The young adult is no longer

the child around whom so much

Jewish religious and educational

activity revolves; neither is he yet

one of the parents who plan and

sponsor these activities lor the

children. The greatest interest of

the young adult lies in the social

institutions, and it should come as

no surprise to find that the ma-

jority of Jewish young adults

make almost exclusive use of so-

cial activities in their Jewish as-

sociational life.

In our interviews with young

adults the Jewish component of

the Jewish Community Center ap-

pears to have a much greater sig-

nificance to them than one might

have expected. There appears to

be very little content in the Cen-

ters' programs for young adults

which could be considered dis-

tinctively Jewish, and with lew

exceptions the young adults de-

sired no change in this regard.

But the fact remains that the

young adults who use the Center

clearly view the agency as fulfill-

ing important needs for them as

Jews. Respondents describe the

Center as a "Jewish" agency which

provides them with an opportun-

ity to "socialize with Jews" and

opportunities to enjoy "Jewish cul-

ture and religion." These words

appear in their descriptions of the

Centers' functions and purposes

with an unmistakably high fre-

quency. Repeatedly, they defined

the function of the Center as that

of "bringing Jews together," and

"having Jewish boys meet Jewish

girls."

Although the major interests of

Jewish young adults in regard to

Jewishness apears to center on the

development and maintenance of

social ties with other Jews, this is

not necessarily the full meaning

which Jewishness has for them.

The majority do anticipate that

they will have other kinds of ties

to the Jewish community when

they are married and are parents,

more important than this, even

in light of their present minimal

connection with Jewishness, there

appears to be a felt need among
Jewish young people to associate

with one another. This need for

association with other Jews ap-

parently exists apart from, or in

addition to the needs created by

the fact that Jews are still exclud-

ed from some institutions of the

general American community.

While some agencies (e. g. Jewish

Vocational Services and Jewish

Community Centers) arose in part

because Jews were denied employ-

ment opportunities or social ac-

tivity in the general community,

the desire for communal associa-

tions among Jews appears to per-

sist even after this denial largely

ceases to be a reality.

Contrary to the beliefs of many
Center workers, Jewish young

adults appear to be generally com-

fortable about their Jewishness.

While they have little interest in

Jewish educational or religious ex-

periences, an extremely large pro-

portion of those interviewed seek

opportunities through which they

can develop and maintain rela-

tionships with other Jewish voting

adults. It is their singular interest

in social ties to other Jews which

is often misinterpreted as a nega-

tive response to their Jewishness,

although, there can be no reason

to expect their interests to be

otherwise.

In our analysis of available pop-

ulation we found that the most

readily accessible population for

Centers is the group of young,

lower-educated young adults. The
interests, values and attitudes of

this group conflict with and repel

the larger available (but not as

accessible) population of medium-

age young adults (21 to 27 years

old) which is better educated and

more cosmopolitan. Examples of

the differences between these age

levels, (and education levels) can

be found in the sizes, purposes and

goals of the groups they attend,

in their attitude toward their

Jewishness, and in their attitudes

toward different wavs of meeting

A most ambitious program oi

Hillel activities during September

helped launch what promises to be

one of our most active program

years. Opening of the year events

at each of our campuses were de-

signed in such a way as to provide

maximum opportunity for new

Jewish students to meet one an-

other in an informal, relaxed at-

mosphere.

Traditionally — the Hillel year

opens with the first Sabbath wel-

come service in honor of incoming

freshmen. Again this year, these

opening services were held around

the state: September 12 in Greens-

boro, Sept. 18th in Chapel Hill,

Sept. 25th at Duke, and opening

services at N. C. State are sched-

uled for October 2.

Actually — the process of wel-

coming new students to Hillel be-

gins long before they formally en-

roll and register at the University

in September. Over the summer —
incoming freshmen receive person-

al letters of welcome from the Hil-

lel officers and are sent an attrac-

tive brochure outlining the open-

ing events of the year, and extend-

ing a personal welcome on behalf

of die Rabbi and the officers.

As the students arrive on cam-

pus. Hillel "old timers" meet them

and help them to get adjusted to

campus life. For example on Sep-

tember 13th, our Hillel leaders at-

tended the Chancellor's reception

for new students and then escorted

them and their parents to the buf-

fet supper at Hillel House sched-

uled for later that afternoon. In

this way we try to add a "personal

touch" and to come to know stud-

ents as individuals.

Shortly after the new students

become settled in the campus life,

each is extended a personal invita-

tion to meet for an hour with the

Hillel Director and become ac-

quainted. This "freshman inter-

view" forms a vital link between

Director and students, and should

a problem arise during the course

of his college career, the student

will feel he has met the Hillel

Director personally, and is more

eager to share his problem.

During October th° program

will branch out into the various

facets and levels that always char-

acterize a Hillel Foundation: Stu-

dy classes and seminars, Sabbath

services and Oneb Shabbat pro-

grams, mixers and dances, brun-

ches and Sunday supper programs.

We always hope that all our Jew

ish students in North Carolina will

make every effort to avail them-

slves of this program of activities;

and we always appreciate the in-

terest of parents in encouraging

their sons and daughters to take

part in Hillel functions.

Not long ago, the Orthodox

Rabbinical Council of America is-

sued an appeal to Reform rabbis

not to perform marriages between

Jews and non-Jews. The Orthodox

rabbis coupled the appeal with a

warning that such marriages, us-

ually termed intermarriages, were

a grave threat to the continuity

of the Jewish group.

When an Orthodox rabbi ac-

cuses a Reform rabbi of diluting

Judaism, the situation at hand is

a polemical dispute, depending

for its validity on the acceptance

of the Orthodox viewpoint. But

when one Reform rabbi accuses

another of an act which is admit-

tedly a threat to the continued

formation of Jewish families, a

real issue is joined.

One phase of the debate is the

known fact that a large number

of such marriages are performed

under secular auspices. Since jus-

tices of the peace are not required

by law to record the religious ad-

herence, if any, of couples coming

to them for this service, there is

no reliable information on how
many mixed marriages are per-

formed by them, just as there is

little trustworthy information on

the total number of mixed mar-

riages taking place in the Ameri-

can society. Estimates of the num-

ber of marriages of American

Jews to non-Jews, without conver-

sion to Judaism, range from ten

per cent to four times that figure,

but the fact is that no one really

knows the dimensions of the sit-

uation.

Still, obviously some of these

marriages are performed by rabbis

and just as obviously Orthodox

and Conservative rabbis refuse to

perform them and some Reform

rabbis do not refuse.

All this makes the indictment

of such rabbis by a Reform rabbi

of more than passing interest. Rab-

bi Joseph Klein, a leading figure

in the Reform rabbinate, not only

has accused his fellow Reform rab-

bis of aiding in the growth of such

marriages but has also appealed

to the Jewish layman to take ac-

tion to stop the practice.

Rabbi Klein was one of the

speakers at a symposium on the

problem in New York City spon-

sored by the American Jewish

Congress. Conceding he had no

statistical information to prove the

point. Rabbi Klein nevertheless

expressed his belief that "in those

communities where there are rab-

bis who will officiate at an inter-

marriage, the rate of intermarriage

is considerably higher than in

ihose communities where no rabbi

will officiate."

He cited a case of a couple that

had managed to induce their son

to break off with a non-Jewish

girl. However, the girl, who work-

ed in Washington, D. C, found

a rabbi who agreed to a wedding

without conversion. Rabbi Klein

commented: "The son's argument

was that if a rabbi was willing to

officiate at an intermarriage, that

there could be nothing wrong with

it from the point of view of Ju-

daism and he could not under-

stand why his parents, who were

far from being the most pious of

Jews, should raise such a storm

of objection."

Rabbi Klein contended also that

"the rabbi, after all, more than

anyone else in the community, is

the official spokesman for and re-

presentative of, Judaism, and how
can anyone argue against nup-

tial, arrangements. His participa-

tion alone gives it Judaism's stamp

of approval."

A particularly disturbing fact,

Rabbi Klein added, was that once

a rabbi solemnizes an intermar-

riage, he becomes "trapped" for

the rest of his rabbinic career.

Even if he wants to end his par-

ticipation in such marriages, he

finds it impossible to do, if he

stays in the same community.

Rabbi Klein raised the question

as to why some of his rabbinical

The forum programs of Jewish

Community Centers throughout

the country have undergone some

remarkable changes during the

past decade. It is still true how-

ever that the newspaper headline

of today may be the topic of the

Center's forum tomorrow. It is

still true that program chairmen

seek bigger and more well known

names. But names and topics have

changed wih the times. Today for

example, people are interested in

trends in intermarriage and its ef-

fect on Jewish survival. They are

also interested in the Ecumeni-

cal Council and its impact on the

relationship of the Catholic

Church and Judiasm or they are

interestested in present religious

currents in Israel (only because of

the headlines). These are the kinds

of topics which events of the day

bring to the fore in the minds of

Center forum planning commit-

tees. What has occupied them to a

remarkable degree is the current

Negro revolt in America and what

has amazed audiences is the mili-

tancy with which Negro speakers

now address Jewish audiences.

They are rudely shocked to find

how little they know about the

tenor of the thinking of the atti-

tudes of the new Negro intellec-

tual. On the other hand this en-

counter has proven equally edu-

cational for the speaker too. He
learns that he cannot think of the

Jewish community as a monolith.

While he may talk to a syna-

gogue group and devote all his

attention to his complaintsi against

the behavior of some Jews, he finds

that the Jewish Community Cen-

ter platform resembles a commu-

nity "town hall" and that he must

address himself primarily to a

white audience.

The kinds of questions raised

in the discussion period give the

speaker clues to audiences' con-

erns and thus becomes part of his

education, too. This audience is

now a much more select group

that it used to be. Ten years ago,

it was easier to assemble an audi-

ence. Today, with the number of

good discussion programs on TV
on the increase, it is more difficult

to draw the attention and interest

of people, many of whom are sat-

isfied with the passive relationship

which the TV medium imposes.

We now have a more highly moti-

vated, more highly educated, more

intelligent group which seeks to-

test its points of view in a face-to-

face encounter with an authority

who may not be as well-known as

the personality they see on TV
but who may nonetheless be as

well qualified.

They are not as well known be-

cause the size of a lecturer's fee is

generally related to the demand

for his time. Centers today are

more willing to arrange for lecture

programs for smaller audiences

but they are not, therefore, able

to spend as much for the lecturer.

In selecting their lecturers there-

fore, Centers have thus had to rely

more on the reports and reactions

to lecturers who have appeared

for other Jewish organizations and

which are assembled by the JWB
Lecture Bureau. In addition, local

resources are now drawn upon to

a much larger extent, for the very

same reason—smaller audiences.

And these local experts are highly

qualified.

They are being drawn upon, too,

because of the growing interest in

public affairs discussions. National

and international affairs effervesce

into all organized community

groups. And the Center has been

no exception. The question of the

admission of China to the United

Nations, the rise in delinquency,

the change in family relationships,

the turmoil in Africa, the Middle

East "powder keg," find their way

into forum discussion programs

and there has been a significant

increase in the number and the

quality of these forums. Centers

have, through a consistent concern

with this interest on the part ol

the membership, developed a core

of forum-goers and an awareness

in the community that the Center

will inevitably reach practically

every topic of major concern to

humanity.

This growth has developed ra-

ther easily when compared with

the Jewish aspects of the program,

where the Center has had more

difficulty in reaching its potential

audience. For in this area of its

concern, it is not being aided by

all the mass media as it is in the

field of public affairs. For exam-

ple there are issues which are of

paramount inportance to the Jew-

ish community such as "Should

the play 'The Deputy' which is

critical of the late Pope Pius, be

presented on Broadway by Jewish

producers?" A concern for this

question is a reflection of a con-

cern for the welfare of the total

Jewish community, but it does not

seem to excite the interest of those

who plan forum programs.

On the other hand there is a

steady interest in Jewish literature,

even though a good portion of this

interest is with the image of the

Jew in contemporary fiction. Cen-

ter members do read, and form

opinions on how they view the

treatment of Jewish characters,

which creates a natural bridge be-

tween them and the Center which

seeks their attendance. While not

in the same category in terms of

numbers, the a?3plicability of Ju-

daism and Jewish law to modern

life also continues to interest audi-

ences in many communities. Some

topics have been so overworked by

fund raisins, ag-encies that they

must be avoided by Center forums,

in whatever aspsect they are to be

discussed. For example, if a Cen-

ter were to consider a discussion

of Israel's economv (ivnmct of the

Arab boycott, industrial develop-

ment, etc.) there would be a reluc-

tance on the part of the committee

"We felt it was a good idea for

the future mothers to know some-

thing about Hebrew prayers, a

bit of Jewish history and the

meaning of festivals."

In both Portugal and Spain,

devout Catholic countries, Jew-

ish communities which make up

a minute segment of the popula-

tion are fighting for survival.

When you are one of about 700

Jews out of a total population of

nine million as in Portugal or one

of 5,000 out of. a total population

of 29 million as in Spain, it is not

very hard for young people to as-

similate and intermarry, accord-

ing to Jewish leaders here. There-

fore, Jewsh Community officials,

search for every means to instill

Jewish tradition into its youth.

And the reaction of the two

Tewish communities toward Cath-

olic influences show up even in

ceremonies like the first Bat Mitz-

vah held in May in Lisbon.

For example, the three girls

who participated in the ceremony

wore blue not white dresses.

Rev. Toledano explained that

in the late spring when the Bat

Mitzvah was held, the Catholics

make communion for their daugh-

ters and they all wear white dress-

es.

The streets of Lisbon, he said,

are full of girls in white dresses.

"We did not want to be like the

Christians," he added.

Of course, in both communities,

it was not easy to initiate the new
ceremony, a popular American

iradition.

Dr. Elias Baruel, vice president

of the Jewish Community in Lis-

bon, said a hazan, who has since

returned to France, germinated

the idea several years ago. At first,

Dr. Baruel related, members of

the executive board asked: "Why
do we need it? The ceremonv is

a Christian tradition."

But then one of the synagogue

gabais visited Brazil and saw the

Bat Mitzvah. He returned to Lis-

bon and encouraged the group

to adopt the ceremony. In Spain,

a similar debate was held before

the Bat Mitzvah was started.

The first Bat Mitzvah (lass in

Lisbon was convened last year.

The girls learned to read Hebrew,

were taught the meaning of Jew-

ish holidays and learned the

"Shma Yisrael," the Ten Com-
mandments and the 13 principles

o f the faith by Maimonides.

Just before the ceremony, how-

ever, the girls had to pass an oral

examination on Jewish customs

and prayers. They were tested by

members of the executive board.

The three passed.

Finally, the big day arrived.

Several hundred members of the

Lisbon Jewish Community gather-

ed in the synagogue on the warm
Shabbat afternoon. The ceremony

began.

The girls first said the "Shma

Yisrael" and the program con-

tinued with recitations.

The hazan, Rev. Toledano, add-

ed a spiritual and festive air to

the Bat Mitzvah by rendering a

few selections.

Afterwards, a reception was held

by the parents in the decorated

synagogue garden. Gifts were pass-

ed out and refreshments served.

If one talked to the members

of the community that day. they

indicated that the community had

conducted an important event.

They seemed to be saying that

though small, the Jewish Com-
munity in Portugal would survive.

the question has been put to

me: What is lasting in the Jewish

heritage? I shall answer in a true

Jewish fashion, with asking anoth-

er question. What do you mean

by "lasting?"

To me "lasting" is someihing

which has endured tor a long time

and still endures, something that

is vital, that has been function-

ing for a long period and is still

functioning in our lives today.

But then one must ask one more

question: Functioning t o w a r d

what end?

To me, the answer to this ques-

tion is simple enough: For Jew-

ish heritage to be functioning in

our Jewish lives today, it must be

working in the direction of pre-

serving Jewish continuity. To me,

this is the test. To me the supreme

value of a Jewish heritage lies in

its power to preserve and continue

a Jewish life everywhere and

especially on American soil.

Thus, we have our criterion

with which we approach the Jew-

ish heritage. It remains for us to

apply it to the whole realm of

Jewish heritage from Father Abra-

ham on to our own day.

It stands to reason that in ap-

plying this principle of selectivity

to the whole of the Jewish heri-

tage, we are bound to run afoul

of the traditionalists and funda-

mentalists, who insist on the pres-

ervation of the totality of our Jew-

ish heritage, regardless of its ra-

tionale, time and place. We shall

have to take what is given. There

is no way of pleasing those who
wish to stand still when we desire

to go ahead.

We proceed now to apply our

test of functionalism, based on

Jewish continuity to our oldest

Jewish heritage, as embodied in

the Bible, the Talmud and medie-

val Jewish literature. What do we

find?

Margoshes

First and foremost, the idea and

ideal of the unity of the universe

and of mankind. Long, long be-

fore science had discovered the

unifying principle underlying all

of nature and of human nature

as well, our prophets and sages

proclaimed to an unbelieving

world the doctrine of monotheism.

Four thousand years later, Albert

Einstein, in the twilight of his

life, worked diligently on a mathe-

matical equation under which

there would be summed up all

the phenomenae in the universe.

He did so in the firm conviction

that somehow everything in nature

underlies one law.

The oneness of the universe

and of humanity has definite and

strong implications which Jewish

tradition was quick to discern. If

all God's children are made in

God's image, there is sanctity and

human dignity inherent in every

man, woman and child, irrespec-

tive of race and creed, religious

and non-religious belief. When we
ponder the storm that has recently

blown up over the question of

civil rights for all Americans, re-

gardless of color, we can see the

enormous distance mankind, and

the American people in particular,

have to travel to reach the goal

fixed by our Jewish tradition thou-

sands and thousands of years ago.

These are only a few, very few,

of the ideas and ideals of our an-

cient heritage, with which modern

civilization is straining hard to

catch up. I could enumerate

many others. Their chief value

from our point of view lies in the

fact that they function in our own
lives and that, because they give

us a sense of dedication to the

welfare of humanity and at the

same time a feeling of strong ad-

herence to our own tradition, they

are important factors in strength-

What's Bothering Jews of America!
By Alfred Dobroff

what's bothering jew in a.? dobrot

As consultant on Jewish Communi-

ty Center Planning lor the Nation-

al Jewish Welfare Board, 1 have

visited many Jewish communities,

large and small, from one end of

the United States to the other, in

the last couple of years. The nature

of my assignment permitted me to

talk with and get to know large

numbers of the leaders and mem-

bers of these Jewish communities.

One cannot help but draw Irom

this experience some broad gene-

ral impressions about the concerns

of the American Jew in the nu-

clear age. These impressions are

a composite of the expressed atti-

tudes and actions of Jews in our

land brought togther into a

thread of disquietude that weaves

its way through Jewish communi-

ties from the tip of Main to San

Diego.

The phrase that best defines

these concerns is "the thread of

ambivalence" of the American

Jew. "Webster tells us that "ambi-

valence" means a "simultaneous

attraction toward and repulsion

from an object, person or action."

The social psychologist, in the

rare occurrence of using less lan-

guage than Webster to describe

a psychic phenomena, describes

ambivalence as "feeling two ways

about something."

It is this latter definition that

best describes the composite Ame-

rican Jew. He is an individual that

feels two ways about the forces

of society operating about him He
wants, but he doesn't want; he

strives, but then tries to deny or

rationalize the striving. In short,

he is in a tug of war with himslf,

the groups o r which he is a part,

the America which he cherishes,

the community to which he be-

longs.

The ambivalence seems to be

several which are organized and conducted under contract to

the U. S. Government in the nations of Africa, and the train-

ing, with United Nations participation, of teachers from the

Congo, from Iran and from 18 African states.

"How to be equally effective in Bombay as in Paris, in

Rome as in Rio de Janeiro, in Tel Aviv as in Teheran, is the

challenge," states the Yearbook. Yet ORT meets it year in and
year out with adaptability and imagination.

For example, ORT schools long ago gave up emphasizing
the socalled traditional Jewish trades, such as tailoring and
carpentry. Today's Jewish youth do not yearn to follow in

their father's vocational footsteps. Nor is there much future in

such occupations. Instead, the ORT curriculum bristles with

a course in automation in Paris, telecommunications in Mo-
rocco, refrigeration in Israel, electronics in Milan.

ORT continues to fight the war on poverty as it has for

more than eight decades. It does so with a creative approach to

basic human needs, and one that has brought skills, employ-
ment and higher living standards to 500,000 of our people

since the end of the Second World War.

by law for more people will make

for greater opportunities — wrong.

Look at the troubles of the so-

called emerging nations. All of

these promises and expectations

are no more fulfillable than the

patently stupid one of: if you use

this or that hair tonic, romance

will be sure to pursue you. No
wonder then at the agony of our

discontent. We have been nurtur-

ed on untruths. What is there left

to believe. The gods of capitalism

turn out to be idols. Increased

production and full employment

are no cure for discontent. The

law of supply and demand is not

to be added as an eleventh com-

mandment, forgotten or overlook-

ed by Moses at Sinai, or to replace

the one perhaps on adultery.

We Jews do not ignore the need

for material prosperity, nor do

we even belittle it. "If there is no

bread, there is no Torah," we

read in the Sayings of the Fathers.

We wish one another a happy as

well as a prosperous New Year.

We do not consider poverty or

deprivation a virtue. But we do

reject prosperity as being an end

in itself.

Man has two sides to himself,

his body and his spirit. Nourish-

ment for one is not sufficient for

nourishment of the other. No mat-

ter how well fed the body is, the

spirit can still be starved. And it

is a starved spirit whose agony

can be just as painful as a hungry

body's. We all know that. Haven't

we heard and repeated ourselves

the old chestnut a million times,

— and I hate to repeat it again:

money does not buy happiness, or

paraphrasing it: material fulfill-

ment does not bring contentment.

October, 1964 The American Jewish TIMES-OUTLOOK 39

Reform Rabbis and Intermarriage
(Concluded from Page 19)

colleagues do oliiciate at such mar-

riages, starting with the fact that

the Central Conference of Ameri-

can Rabbis, the central agency,

does not bar its members from

officiating, though it does disap-

prove of such marriages.

One reason, he said, was that

sometimes tremendous pressure is

put on a Relorm rabbi to do so,

pressure he cannot resist. Another

is that rabbis "sincerely believe

that by doing so, they are prevent-

ing the couple from developing a

hostile attitude toward Judaism.'*

To the latter argument, Rabbi

Klein retorted that "there is no
evidence to prove that most mixed
couples who are married by rabbis

eventually cast their lot w^f.h Ju-

daism and the Jewish people.'' In

his own community, he reported,

he knows of several such couples

who became affiliated with church-

es, while, on the other hand, "there

are at least a hall-dozen couples,

not married by rabbis, who have

joined my congregation and are

rearing their children in the Jew-

ish faith."

Rabbi Klein admitted there

were other factors in the growth

of such marriages, particularly

"the complete freedom young
American Jews have to meet and
associate with young non-Jews"
and "the whole process of assimil-

ation that is rempant especially In

isolated Jewish communities."

Recognition of such factors, he

indicated, did not for him mini-

mi/^ "the role some rabbis are

playing, or are being forced to

play, in die ever-growing tide of

mixed marriage." By doing so, he

aserted they are "unwittingly be-

coming a dangerous element in

the struggle for Jewish survival."

As for the key question, "What
is to be done about?" Rabbi Klein

reported ;i conversation at a con-

vention in Chicago with a friend

who was the president of a subur-

ban congregation in a huge east-

ern community. The rabbi of the

congregation was known to offici-

ate at intermarriages. In the con-

versation, said Rabbi Klein, he

was informed that the rabbi was

no longer with that congregation

and he asked why. The friend told

him: "We were petrified and terri-

fied and that is why he is no long-

er with us.

We are all aware

of and adjusted to the fact that

to acquire material affluence, we

have to do so by the sweat of our

brows.

we bruise our souls. Thev <jet to

be out of order. We don't think

we use them much, but when we

hurt in spite of our seeming physi-

cal well-being, it is our soul that

hurts.

If I knew how to feed our spirit

so that contentment would warm-

ly spread over us, I would gladly

tell you. But I don't know for

sure, myself. But I do know that

the moments of my greatest con-

tentment occur when 1 am im-

mersed in the love of my family

and friends, when I study the wis-

dom of the ages, when I share

whatever talents I possess with

others and when I see them bene-

fit from them, and when I catch

a glimpse of the divine in a good

deed or in a thing of beautv. Now,

mind you, I have no hallucinations

or visions, nor am I more percep-

tive than you. But, I go conscious-

ly looking for these things. 1 work

at it with the same vigor with

which I work at my job. And just

as I have moments of discontent,

but I am certainly not drowning

in it, I know much contentment,

too.

I don't know how many peo-

ple have told me: Rabbi, I would

like to come to Temple, but it

does not mean anything to me.

I get nothing out of it. I would

like to get contentment, but I

can't find it. It isn't here ,you must

bring it here. There is no deusex

nihilo: something out of nothing.

It may be latent within you and

we can awaken it here. But you

have to bring it and work at it

yourself. Again our material world

has taught us the truth of: there

ir. no something for nothing. But,

in the spiritual world we expect

to get something out of nothing.

I know others who say: Judaism

holds no promise for me. What do

I get out of it in terms of spiritual

expectation? Other religions have

fallen into the same trap to which

materialism has already dragged

us. They make promises. If you

believe, then you will be saved.

But that, too, like the hair tonic

commercial is not always true.

Thus, discontentment reigns <"v~n

within the church. The religious

revival of fifteen years ago has

turned into a bust. Judiam
promises you nothing beyond that

which you must onerously achieve

yourself. All it tells you is: that

there is contentment, but that you

must create it yourself. I set before

you this day life and good, death

and evil. Now, go and soil them

out yourself. And do it the hard

way.

Just look at the difference be-

tween the duration of the memory

of a thing learned the hard way

and that learned easily. The teach-

er who made you dig for know-

ledge is better remembered than

the one who dished it out palat-

ably. Yet, we want our children

to learn Judaism the easy way, so

that they shouldn't have to work

so hard, so that they should have

more time for hysterics over the

Beatles and the watusi. When we

read the shocking things about

youngsters using goof-balls and

barbiturates, all they are doing,

they are looking for contentment

in the wrong place. They are not

motivated to scratch for it, so they

swallow it the easy way. Why? Be-

cause we are not teaching them

how to scratch for it. Wr

e adults,

by now, know to live with discon-

tent and suffer with it, but these

children don't know how and don't

want to suffer. This matter of dis-

content is then not something we
can ignore, it is the malady of

our time, more vicious than can-

cer and more deadly and, unlike

it, more contagious. Further, it

has become, together with our

goodi and ideas, America's most

effective export. For the world,

even the most tranquil parts of it,

have caught the fever of our ma-

terialism. They want to be like

us. And the first thing in which

they become like us is in our dis-

content.

We are always shocked to see

these nations who have received

such enormous aid from us dem-

onstrate against us in the streets

and villify us. But, isn't that just

like us, to want more, to be un-

satisfied. To have short memories

of the good and long memories

of the things in which we have

remained unfulfilled?

Discontent -

Dire Disease
(Concluded from Page 42)

We have to learn to take the

long view, assuming that the world

will not blow itself to pieces in

the foreseeable future. The ex-

cuse that we may as well make
merry while we can, for tomorrow

will not come, is no longer valid.

Not all our desires will or can be

fulfilled. The human dilemma is

a permanent state and incapable

of solution either now or ever, no

matter what the politicians or the

merchandisers promise. There is

no escape from life, except through

death. There is only contentment

in the Talmudic exhortation, "to

be joyful with one's lot." Not in

terms of standing still, but in the

dynamic sense. That we move
ahead and pause to catch our

spiritual breath, before under-

taking the next step. There are

philosophical and psychological

aspects to prosperity. But we rare-

ly bother to stop and think of

them. How many times have we
observed: ever since so and so got

rich, he has changed. And so he

has. And as he labored to resolve

the one dilemma, he must labor

to resolve the other. But the pros-

pects are that another dilemma
will take its place. It is this know-

ledge which will bring a modicum
of contentment to us. For it too

will not be permanent. What
makes us content today, will leave

us unsatisfied tomorrow. And hist

as material prosperity needs to be

replenished, so must our spiritual

resources be renewed.

May this season of religious re-

awakening serve us to this renewal,

so that we may be strengthened to

endure not only the trials which
the coming year will surely bring,

but that it may also strengthen us

to endure the blessings, and
we use the word "endure" inten-

tionally, for they too impose bur-

dens upon us — for which we plead

this day, and some of which, hope-

fully, will also be our portion.

The late Pope Jorn XIII kept a

diary showing that his predecessor,

Pope Pius XII, struggled with the

dilemma of speaking out vigorous-

ly against the mass slaving of Jews
by the Nazis. Pope John when he

was Archbishop Roncalli sought

to arrange a meeting in 1943 be-

tween Chief Rabbi Isaac Halevi

The striving to be like his white

Protestant American neighbor is

reflected in all aspects of his social

and organizational lite, starting

with the strain on his Judaic value

system and stretching to the archi-

tecture of the new synagogue or

temple.

For example,

this ambivalence is uniquely cri-

tical and painful as parents face

the necessity for making decisions

about their youngsters' dating. In

the big city, with large numbers of

potential Jewish spouses, the par-

ents seem to have less concern

about intermarriage or teendating

of non-Jews as compared to the

parents in smaller Jewish commu-
nities where the social life, of ne-

cessity, goes beyond the primary

ethnic and religious group.

Can a

people who have survived centu-

ries of persecution and attack,

who carried the Book with them

across the miles and years of wan-

dering, can we now with equal

heroism and fortitude survive

success, Ihe irony of needing a

substitute for anti-Semitism to

maintain the bond that makes us

a people escapes few with whom
I have talked.

There are those who welcome

the "escape-hatch" which the po-

sition of the few in America seem,

10 provide and who anticipate the

disappearance of the Jewish com-

munity within two generations.

There are others who appraise the

situation in the same way and

fear their conclusion, and there

are still others who see a parallel

between the 1960s in Germany.

"We have it too good, it can't last."

Whatever the conclusion, the am-

bivalence about Jewish life in an

open society is a recurrent theme.

There is about in our land a

seemingly chronic Jewish leader-

ship problem that provides the

setting for yet another emotional

tug of war. The early German-

Jewish leaders of America helped

settle and Americanize the East

European Jewish immigrant of

the 1900s, who then turnd about

the displaced his benefactors by

also assuming, in a qualitative way,

the leadership roles in the short

space of 50 to 60 years.

Now we find the first and sec-

ond generation native-born Jew-

with his new social position, educa

tion and middle-class values again

replacing the immigrant father

and grandfather. The ambiva-

lence occurs not only in the feel-

ing of leadership displacement but

in the deeper feeling that both need

each other on the community lea-

Yet often, when the chips are

down, it's either the money or the

power of the "older leaders" that

must be called into the communal

arena so that the dreams of the

younger men may become realities.

A third kind of ambivaience

the question of whether the race

is worth the candle - the Jew
shares with his white, Protestant.

American neighbor in suburbia.

Both are plagued with the same

nagging sell-doubts, the same re-

view of the ledger ol life, measur-

ing whether the prize is worth its

cost. Again, though, the millenial

o! the Jew seems to operate to add

some extra decibles to the pain

he feels. Not by accident is the

current literature of alienation so

dominated by the young Jewish

authors and no dialogue seems

'cjuite'so poignant as that between

the successful business man of the

midwest trying desperately to ex-

plain to his son in New York thai

he, too, knows about despair.

The State of Israel provides

the fourth item on the agenda of

ambivalence by the American

Jew. Interestingly, the specter of

dual loyalty is not the paradox to

be wrestled with but the more mun-

dane and more easily understood

problem of dividing the philan-

trophic dollar between local Jew-

ish social welfare needs and the

needs of our people overseas.

Communities have been split

asunder and one still finds deep

scars on the hide of some commu-
nities after "that" allocations

meeting. And if this were not

enough for the allocators to wres-

tle with, we now have rising —
and quite rapidly — on the fund

raising horizon, the Jew who must

decide how to divide his dollar

between a host of general com-

munity projects and organizations,

in addition to his local and over-

seas Jewish requests.

It is not only funds which must

be allocated and which communal
agencies compete for; bitter battles

are fought for the time and alle-

giance of the "leader." Thus many

Jews find themselves burdened by

competing — and sometimes des-

parate — demands on money, loy-

aky and service. Often the move-
ment into leadership role in the

general community is accompa-
nied by a weakening of ties to the

Jewish community. The leader

thus feels conflicting loyalties and
frequently there is an undercur-

rent c»f hostility toward him among
those who labor solely or prima-

rily in the Jewish communal vine-

yards.

The Jew who assigns first pri-

ority to the Health and Welfare

Council and to the Community
Chest is a defector in the eyes of

those for whom there is no cause

other than the Jewish Community
Center, the Synagogue, or the

Federation. The Health Welfare

Council Board member can, on
1 he other hand, regard the Center
volunteer as parochial and narrow
in approach. President Johnson
ended a recent address warning of

the danger of narrowing our hori-

zons to the fellowship of neigbor-

hoods before we broadened our
horizons to the wider universal

brotherhood. 1 took these words
;is a reflection of the difficulty

each of us faces as we are beset

by many demands on our hearts

and our minds.

A final impression is (me that

concerns the religious leaders of

our American Jewish community
and, I am told, also worries the

minister and priest in regard to

their flocks. Synagogue member-
ship (and the number of new syn-

agogues), like church membership,
is at an all time high. However,

as a whole. Nor are the Synagogues

and Centers alone. In every com-

munity I visit, people tell me of

proliferation of Jewish communal
organizations and everyone lists

"over-organization" as a major
problem. I sense in these discus-

sions a fear that we have substitu-

ted organization for heart; form

for substance; secular goals for the

ethics which guided our ancestors.

I also have the impression that

American Jews are wrestling with

these questions both formally in

discussion group and the Syna-

gogue class on contemporary Jew-

ish life and, informally, at the din-

ner party discussion and the bridge

table. And therein, I believe, lies

our strength and our hope. For if

the past tells us anything, it tells

us that our people have been able

to clevlop institutions and patterns

that have provided both the me-

chanisms through which we have

effected social change in a planful

way, and the vehicle for the trans-

mission of the eternal verities

which have been our contribution

to the history of civilization.

cuing the chances oi Jewish sur-

vival and Jewish continuity.

The ancient Jewish heritage is

only part of our total Jewish heri-

tage. We still have to consider the

heritage bequeathed us by Ash-

kenazi Jewry, which, for close to

1 thousand years, has been the

mainstay of Jewish development

in the world. Again, 1 can only

point to a number of vital ele-

ments in that tradition that still

function in our life, making for

Jewish survival and Jewish con-

tinuity.

I single out, because of its

special importance, the Jewish re-

verence for learning. On top of

the social pyramid in the "shtetl,"

whence our parents came and
where East European jewrv con-

structed its spiritual powerhouse,

stood not the strong man, not the

rich man, but the Rabbi, the learn-

ed man.

Jews account for 3% of the total

population of the United States

Their percentage of all scholar-

ship winners is well over 60% .

lolling the intellect, is still very

much alive in our Jewish set-up

throughout the world, including

the United States.

Another portion of our Jewish

tradition worth emphasizing is the

proverbial Jewish tendency to-

wards liberalism in politics and

social thought.

It is well known that Jews play-

ed a great role in the political

and social revolutions of modern
times, beginning with the revolu-

tion in Germany of 1848 and in-

cluding the two Russian Revolu-

tions of 1905 and 1917. What is

perhaps less well known is the

penchant of the average Jew for

liberal movements. In the United

States, where they constitute an

important section of the popula-

tion of the big cities, the jews

have invariably cast their vote on
the side of liberalism, often turn-

ing the tide in favor of liberal

candidates, as it was the case in

1 960, when John F. Kennedy was
elected by a small majority.

These are but a few fragmentary

parts of a long Jewish heritage

stretching over 4,000 years. They
will still constitute the matrix of

contemporary Jewish life. They
still are part and parcel of the

hopes and aspirations ol all for-

ward-looking men.

If the Jewish heritage is not to

be lost, and is to continue to func-

tion in the life of the Jewish peo-

ple and humanity, there must be
inheritors ready and eager to carry

forward the great tradition that

has been bequeathed us. This poses

a challenge to our youth, just as

it places an obligation on us to do
what we can to transmit our heri-

tage to our children and children's

children.

dates and the kind of dates they

want to meet.

The medium-age group, the sub-

group which is least "connected"

to local institutions (such as the

Center or the synagogue) is also

the most affluent subgroup. It is

best able to make use of a variety

of resources under private, com-

mercial or communal sponsorship.

We attribute their mobility and

their lack ol "connectedness" with

local communal institutions to a

number of factors — involvement

with educational institutions, ser-

vice in the Armed Forces, involve-

ment with professions and to the

family-centered quality of life in

the suburban Centers which tends

to offer little to the unmarried

young adult in the way of social

opportunities.

This medium-age group is also

the most numerous of the avail-

able young adult subgroups. The
members of this group are, in a

sense, a large consumer market

lor which the Centers and a host

of other "producers" ol services

for young adults are in competi-

tion. These other producers of

services include private promoters

of Lonely Hearts Clubs and massive

social dances, as well as social

agencies such as fund-raising or-

ganizations, synagogues and Jew-

ish Community Centers. Social

welfare services such as Centers

have not traditionally viewed

themselves as having to "compete"

for clients. Therefore, the Center

plays a cooperative role with these

other producers, offering- to co-

ordinate services and avoiding

overt competition. At the same

time, most of the other producers

are hard at work grabbing their

share of the market.

In our analysis of demographic

data we find no evidence that

there has been a Jewish popula-

tion explosion, in the United

States, but even if there has been

a Jewish population explosion, we

would still expect that in the next

decade the number of Jewish

young adults who use the Centers

will be less than it is today be-

cause of social factors such as

earlier marriages, more people

marrying, education, military ser-

vice and the generally high mo-
bility of this population. However,
the factor which has had the great-

est impact on the participation

patterns of the Jewish young adult

population has been the educa-

tional experiences of this age

group. Estimates of 62 % of Jew-

ish young people between 18 and

!!1 years of age attending college

are probably conservative and

there is some evidence that the

proportion may be 75% or more.

The geographic mobility of young

adults in general is high, but it is

even higher among Jewish young

adults because of their high edu-

cational level and the occupation-

al patterns of a highly-educated

population.

The courtship activities of voting

adults is one of the most interest-

ing and significant problems dealt

with in the study. One factor which

influences the structure and pro-

gram of all young adult social

groups and organizatons is interest

in opportunities for courtship.

The term "courtship opportuni-

ties" refers to activities such as

dances and cocktail parties which

Do Your Part!

Of
course, such opportunities exist in

lay activity, from playing poker

to serving on a planning commit-

tee, so long as one person present

is of a different sex from the

others, but these activities are not

planned to be courtship activities.

The general response of Center

professionals and many other

community leaders to courtship ac-

tivities for young adults was found
to be overwhelmingly negative —
attitudes ranged from derisive and
disapproving to antagonistic. Mass
dances and other kinds of activi-

ties which attract young adults in

large numbers are viewed with

disdain and they are considered to

he inappropriate for Center pro-

gramming. Center professionals

place great stress on programs
which contain educational, cul-

tural and social value qualities.

This negative response of the

Center to courtship activities ap-

pears to create a gulf between the

Center and the young adult, dis-

couraging participation by this

group in Center programs. Al-

though a large percentage of un-

married Jewish young adults seek

the kinds of courtship opportuni-
ties that can be offered to them
at Centers, they are discouraged
I))' the attitude of Center person-
nel to this need. Their desire to

participate in courtship activities

o their own choosing (and their
lack of interest in Center-condon-
ed programs) is defined as "self-

centeredness' and "immaturity" by
many Center workers.

"circulate" — to find social me-

chanisms which will enable them
to meet new people easily and
quickly, both dates and friends.

This need is particularly intense

for a highly-educated population

because of their high degree of

mobility (in both the geographic

and social-psychological sense). In

this regard also, Jewish young
adults find the response of the

Center to this aspect of their needs

negative and unrewarding.

A special problem for the Cen-

ter is found in the older unmar-
ried young adult, the individual

over 28 years of age. This is a

small part of the total national

population, but it is composed of

an extremely large proportion of

people who will never marry. This
never-marrying population is gen-

erally unwelcome in social agen-

cies which are not prepared to

meet their special requirements,

and many desperately need ways
in which to participate meaning-
fully in the social and cultural

Hie of their community.

Dore Schary, national chairman of
the Anti-Defamation League, stated
that upwards of $14 million is spent
annually by the Radical Right and
its Extreme Conservative allies. He
said that this figure may rise to
$25 million during 1964 and added
that lunatic fringe organizations
which include religious and racial
bigotry in their extremist views, will
add $1.5 million to the sum available
for current attacks upon the demo-
cratic system.

changing styles in Jewish forums—

to include the topic because the

various fund raising groups had

presented Israel as a general topic

in their mass meetings, even

though the specific topic may not

havr: been touched on, certainly

not in the way in which a forum

program would present it. The
committee would simply act on

the basis of their past experience

in attempting to elicit audience

interest.

This is not the case however in

a crisis situation. An Arab erup-

tion over the new water pipeline

in Isreal will spontaneously arouse

an over-riding interest in Israel

and the specific issue. Israel, too,

plays a most important role as the

focus for Jewish music- and dance

activities. The scintillating' ando

joyous character of its folk art

seems to be more appealing to a

new generation of American Jews

for whom the East European scene

is altogether too esoteric, and Is-

raeli artists arrive in sufficient

number and variety in the United

States. Our problem is to select

those which meet minimal stan-

dards of performance quality.

Occasionally one fivds an effort

to compress what is content for

a lifetime of study into a series of

three or four lectures. Program

planners are caught 1> (ween the

interest on the part of their con-

stituency in a course in Jewish

history, for example, and the un-

willingness of the adult to make a

commitment to attend iwenty or

forty sessions.

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lem. One way is to separate the

course of Jewish history into logi-

cal periods and to handle these in

a series of short courses. Another

is to consider each session as a

separate and complete entity so

that those who are unable to at-

tend every session do not feel that

they are therefore unable to par-

ticipate. Another is to select certain

turning points or crises in Jewish

history and to present this sampl-

ing in three or four sessions, as a

precursor to a subsequent full

blown course.

The speakers who are sought

for these lecturers must be the

outstanding authorities on each

subject, or at least that is how
program committees view their

responsibility. Second best will not

do. They recognize that the names

of the lecturers will not be known

to most of the audience, but they

must have a lecturer whose list of

achievements will impress the

membership. Fewer and fewer

Jews today know who the out-

standing personalities in Jewish

life are. And in a sense, part of our

educational job is to acquaint our

people with them. The receptions

which are organized after the lec-

ture in some measure achieve this

purpose.

Another Milestone In American
Jewish History

For the past 20 years, Dr. Samuel Belkin, president of

Yeshiva University, has carved a distinctive place in history for

ihimself and for the institution, America's oldest and largest

university under Jewish auspices, now in its 78th year. The
distinguished rabbinic scholar, educator, and author granted
Semicha (Ordination) to his 72nd rabbi on March 8 when the

Rabbi Isaac Eichanan Theological Seminary conducted its

Torah Semicha Convocation for 28 young men who enter the

rabbinical field.

No one, it is believed, has ordained more rabbis than he.

Semicha, which is the highest authority in Jewish learn-
ting, dates back to the transfer of leadership from Moses to
Joshua. Only orthodox rabbis attain this degree in Jewish
studies, after many years of intensive and arduous study of the
Talmud and Jewish law.

For Dr. Belkin, Yeshiva University, and the American-
Jewish community, this is a milestone. In its 67-years, the
Rabbi Isaac Eichanan Theological Seminary has granted
3emicha to over 1 ,000 rabbis — men who are serving in pulpits
throughout the country, in military and civilian chaplaincy,
in education and welfare, and in positions of leadership in the
Jewish community. Of prime importance is the fact that the
722 rabbis who were ordained by Dr. Belkin represent a
generation of American-born scholars steeped in the rich

traditions of Judaism's noble intellectual heritage and who are

dedicated to its perpetuation and enhancement.

Dr. Belkin has many other accomplishments to his credit,

a record of achievement which is perhaps unmatched in the

annals of higher education. Under his leadership, Yeshiva Uni-

versity established the nation's first medical school under Jew-
ish auspices: the nation's first woman's college under Jewish
auspices; and graduate schools of social work, education, and
science. For 20 years, Dr. Belkin has not lost sight of the fact

that education and Jewish survival go hand-in-hand.

It is hoped that the time is not too far off when the leader-

ship of the Jewish community will learn to attach the same
significance to this lifeline of our faith.

Honor To Whom Honor Is Due
One of the foibles of our American way of life is found

in a tendency to wait until a man has shed his mortal

shackles before according him any credit that might be due
him for any contribution he might make in the direction of

improving the lot of his fellow men. How much better it

would be for all concerned if we were to deviate from this

dubious practice and give due accolade to the recipient while

he could still smell the roses and hear the plaudits.

Such a pleasing departure occured on October 18th, in

Charlottes' Temple Israel when 300 relatives and friends from
far and near gathered to pay tribute to Charlotte's leading

citizen, I. D. Blumenthal. Following the dinner, which recog-

nized his 70th birthday, the various achievements of the hon-

oree were recited, and in addition we were let into the secret

of his many other unheralded and unsung activities that made
him worthy of the honor accorded him.

A man can be considered fortunate if his name is identi-

fied with one outstanding achievement in which he has played

a part. Indeed, most of us traverse this universe in the time

allotted us, without making headlines for any good reason.

Therefore it is a man beyond other men who can point to

several accomplishments.

As a prime mover in such outstanding accomplishments

as the Circuit Riding Rabbi Project, the Institutes of Juda-

ism at Wildacres, the North Carolina Home for the Jewish

Aged, to name a few, I. D. Blumenthal has well earned the

right to be considered North Carolina's finest contribution to

American Jewry.

In acknowledging the tributes and the gifts that were
presented by Temple Israel and the North Carolina Associa-

tion of Jewish Men, Dick displayed his characteristic humility.

He has been accorded many honors in the past, but it was
evident that he was deeply moved by the occasion.

We echo the sentiments of all who were privileged to*

attend this fine event when we say "I. D., May You Go From

GREEN CORNER

It's in the city known as Green

Corner". You may never before

have heard of Green Corner. I

hadn't either until the recent day

when I met one of its inhabitants

Our talk was of this and that

and finally it came to the subject

of change that has occurred in

Jewish life in the U. S. A. . . .so-

cial change, that is.

"It's all so different," Mr. Shab-

hosdeckel began, "and my town of

'Green Corner offers as interesting

an example as any. Let me tell

you about Green Corner. I'm

bringing the subject up because

Xve just been taken into the

fashionable Jewish country club of

Green Corner. It carries the lovely

name of Lilynook.

""Mind you, Segal, I'm not mak-

ing proud boast of being a new
member of Lilynook. I can take

this social promotion without a

rswelled head because, you see, be-

sides having such high social stand-

ing, I keep my head even higher

.. . . toward the stars, you might say.

In other words, I am a sort of

philosopher as well. So I'm telling

you all about Lillynook philoso-

phically and historically. It's all a

story of what has been going on

in Green Corner's Jewish life, and

in Jewish life all around the

country . . . since the time, Ion?,

lonqf agro when mv grandpa and

grandma . . . they've gone up to

heaven . . . came over here from

Lithuania."

Mr. Shabbosdeckel went histo-

rically into Jewish life at Green

Corner as it was lived when his

grandparents arrived there early

in the I880's.

The Jewish population of Green

Corner then was practically all of

German origin . . . German Jews

who, through all the years before,

had come up high in the world . . .

people big in business and nobly

active in the philanthropic activi-

ties of all of Green Corner. There

was little or no philanthropy re-

quired by the Jews of Green Cor-

ner then; our German Jews were

practiclaly all well-to-do. They had

already founded the Lilynook

Country Club.

"They were fine people; they

sensed their social duty as soon as

the heavy Jewish immigration be-

gan to flood into Green Corner

in the 1880's. They formed com-

mittees to look after the immi
grants; they found a place in a

house for Grandpa and Grandma,

bought the furniture; they paid

the rent for the place until Gt and-

pa began earning enough as ped-

dler. He went from house to house

with a big bundle of notions on

his shoulders.

"That all had to do with the good

religion of the German Jews of

Green Corner. They had built a

lovely temple, but their religion

was beyond the temple in doing

all that goodness for grandpas,

grandmas, and all those other im-

migrants out of Eastern Europe.

"Socially, of course, they didn't

mix with them, as is the way of

human life generally. We all pick

our company, and I myself never

get mad when I hear of some non-

Jewish organization that doesn't

take in Jews. That's not at all

important enough to worry about.

"Socially, our good German
Jews stuck exclusively to their Li-

lynook Country Club of Green

Corner. Not even all German

Jews coidd get in there and, as for

all East European immigrants,

thev couldn't even dare dream of

belonging to Lilynook. Thev were

content to make a living, to bring

up their children in the ways they

should go. mavbe to save a little

money. My own grandpa felt so-

cailly successful enough because he

had time early each morning to

go to the synagogue before h

piled his peddler's pack on his

back."

M r . Shabbosdeckel p a n s e d

to contemplate all the

changes that have taken place

in Jewish life in Green

Corner since then ... in the lives

of immigrants and also at Lilynook

Country Club . . . "Yes," he went

on, "most of those immigrant

grandmas managed to bring up

their kids on the way they should

go; they moved from tenements

into houses of their own; they saw

their sons through college to be-

come doctors and lawyers, or they

set them up in successful busines-

ses.

"Yes, here was a good new so-

cial set growing up in the Jewish

life of Green Corner. Some of

them could afford to be ambitious

enough to look up even to the

height of Lilynook Country Club,

toward becoming members there.

"But, you know, Segal, how ex-

clusive social life can get to feel.

It likes to set up a high wall to

keep others out, so those inside

the wall can feel bigger. So it was

at Lilvnook. Wh^n prosoerous

descendants of the 1880 immigrant

applied to get into Lilvnook. they

were turned awav at first.
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"Mind you, Segal, I'm not find-

ing fault;; my philosophy so well

knows all human nature. In fact;

some years ago I myself applied to

get into Lilynook but was turned

away, because, as I was told by my
Lilynook friend who had handled

my application, my ancestors had

come over here on too recent a

ship, as immigrants.

'"But now, on second application,

I'm finally in Lilynook. You see,

there has been so much change in

the Jewish life of Green Corner.

So many of the East European im-

migrants have become well o'd . . .

big men in business . . . big men in

the professions. The good old Ger-

man population has dwindled

away bv reason of death. The
membership of the old temple

which the Germans founded is

now largely of the later immigra-

tion.

"Well, only last month, one day

I entered Lilynook for the first

time . . . and what do you know?

Most of the members who were

there that day I recognized as des-

cendants out of the East European

immigration. That's what's hap-

pened in Jewish life."

I asked him: "Mr. Shabbosdec-

kel, in just what state is Green Cor-

ner?"

"It's all over the U. S.." he

replied.
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Jacob Isaac's Attempt
To Desalinize

Sea Water
By Harry Simonhoff

The shortage of fresh water

is becoming a problem in man)
lands as the population grows and

industry expands. Thus it should

cause little surprise that President

Johnson created a mild sensation

when in 1963 at the New York

dinner of the Weizmann In-

situte he declared that the U.

S. A. would join with Israel in

seeking an economic process to

extract salt out of sea water. It is,

therefore, quite timely to recall

that Jacob Isaacs of Newport at-

tempted to interest President

Washington and Secretary of

State Jefferson in his invention of

desalinization.

Immediately before the Revolu-

tion, Newport,, Rhode Island, be-

came one of the most prosperous

cities in all the thirteen English

colonies. A small group of Jewish

merchants contributed greatly, if

not chiefly, towards making New-

port a most important trade cen-

ter, with New York trailing as a

seaport. One of the lesser business

men of this group was Jacob

Isaacs who, however, could own a

brigantine. Back in 1759 he was

prominent enough to sign a joint

letter with Aaron Lopez, Isaac

Hart and Jacob Rodrigues Rivera

appealing to the New York breth-

ren for funds to build the New-

port synagogue, which subsequent

ly became famous.

In 1772 Isaacs met with rever-

ses, was declared insolvent and

receded into obscurity.. After the

war, he offered to build vessels

with the best workman obtainable

in Rhode Tsland or Massachusetts.

He opened an insurance office and

tried brokerage but couldn't eret

anywhere. His difficulty in mak-

ing a living is a commentary on

the decline of commerce in New-

port. But a more important cause

of his personal decline lay in his

absorption with the invention of

a process to extract salt out ol sea

water.

Gorge C. Mason narrates in his

Reminiscences of Newport that

when President Washington visited

Newport in the summer of 1790,

Jacob Isaacs presented him with

a "bottle of water extracted from

ocean water, so free from saline

matter as to answer for all com-

mon and culinary purposes of

fountain and river water." The
historian goes on to say that "the

President was pleased to express

himself highly satsified therewith."

Evidently Isaacs felt encouraged.

In the spring of the following year

he petitioned Congress, sitting in

Philadelphia, that he had discov-

ered a way of converting salt wa-

ter into fresh water by a method so

simple that vessels at sea could

easily process sea water and use it

for drinking and cooking. He of-

fered to reveal the secret to thf

U. S. A. for whatever compensa-

tion the government should con-

sider adequate for the time, effort

and money he had expended on

the invention. The House of Rep-

resentatives referred the petition

to the Secretary of State, Thomas

Jefferson, in whose judgment on

thinp-s scientific everyone had

confidence.

Tefferson took the matter seri-

ouslv and calM in the t^ree b«>st-

known American scientists of the

dav; Dr. David Rittenh^use. Pr«<;i-

d°nt of the American Prdlosonhi-

cal Societv. TV. Oiso°r Wictnr,

professor of Chemistry at the Col-

lege of Philadelphia, and Dr.

Hutchinson, professor of Chemis-

try at the University of Pennsyl-

vania. With his usual thorough-

ness the Secretary of State went in-

to all previous experiments on the

subject, from Lord Bacon through

the various men of science in the

16th, 17th and 18th centuries: he

examined closely the findings of

scientists in his own time.

The experiments went on for

two days but did not prove satis-

factory. In order to give Isaacs a

fair chance Jefferson was willing

to work at any time from five in

the morning to twelve at night to

suit the convenience of the scien-

tists. He devoted lour additional

days and was present at all the

experiments. Congress had ad-

journed for the summer and reas-

sembled at the end of October

1791. The Secretary of State

sent to the House a long report,

which detailed each experiment

and stated:

"The distilled water in all in-

stances was found on experiment

to be as pure as the best pump
water of the City: its taste indeed

was not agreeable, but it was not

such as to produce any disgust. In

fact, we drink in common life, in

many places, and under many
circumstances, and almost always

at sea a worse tasting and proba-

bly a less wholesome water."

Jefferson had crossed the Atlan-

tic and knew from exnerience how
disaoreeable the drinking and

cooking water on ships could be.

OrnS'narilv he would have been

imn^ss^d with the results of the

experimentation bv Tacob Isaacs

as was President Washington. But

the Secretary of State had gone so
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deeply into the matter he was evi-

dently disappointed that Isaacs

had not progressed beyond the

findings of the scientists of his

day. He, therefore, declared in the

report: "On the whole, it is evi-

dent that Mr. Isaacs' mixture pro-

duced no advantage, either in pro-

cess or result of the distillation."

What was particularly appeal-

ing in the Isaacs method was the

simplicity of its mechanism. A
still for distilling water might be

set up with such utensils as are

found on any ship. Jefferson went

on to advise: "Since the subject

has been brought under observa-

tion, it should be made the occa-

sion of disseminating its know-

ledge generally and effectually

among the seafaring citizens ol

the United States . . . Let the

clearance for every vessel ... be

printed on a paper; on the back

thereof, shall be printed account

of the essays, which have been

made for obtaining fresh from

salt water . . . describing the

methods which have been fc\urid

to answer for constructing extem-

pore stills of such implements as

are generally on board of every

vessel, with a recommendation, in

all cases where they shall have oc-

casion to resort to this exppdi<«it

for obtaining water, to publish

the result of their trial in some

gazette ... in order that others

mav, bv th^ir success, be encour-

aged to make similar trials, and

be benefitpd bv anv imnnyvements,

or new ideas, wnich may occur to

them in practice."

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WHY SCIENCE LOOKS TO THE FUTURE

AND RELIGION TO THE PAST
By Rabbi Samuel Umen

Science through research is con-

stantly outmoding itself. The in-

vention of today is superseded by

an improved one tomorrow. Pro-

gress is continuous in the material

world. The secrets of the Universe

are myriad. Every new break-

through spells victory tor men
over nature. Each step forward

leads to further adventures of the

mind into the unknown. The satis-

faction of discovery is boundless;

the promises of findings are titil-

lating. The scientific eye is there-

fore focused on the future.

The la«t word in the realm of

science is yet to be heard, and the

ear of the scientist is ever attuned

to hear it. Past wisdom is tested,

tried, and where found wanting

is expanded and deepened. The
process is inexhaustible, ceaseless.

Every scientific discovery, every

invention, brings untold benefits

to the individual, to the nation

and the world. All aspects of life

are enhanced through scientific

progress. Science amply, tangibly,

rewards man for his efforts. Thus

man is actuated to reach out for

new objectives, new exciting goals.

In the realm of the spirit, in the

field of religion, the story is quite

different. Here, little if anything

new can be expec ted. In this area

of life, we are compelled to refer

to the past. For in religion, the

last word had already been spoken.

Nothing can be added to it. noth-

ing can be detracted from it. Who
could add anything to these words:

It hath been told thee O man,

what is good

And what the Lord doth re-

quire of thee;

Only to do justly, and to love

mercy,

and to walk humbly with Thy

God" (Michah 6:8).

or to this exhortation:

Take thou away from Me the

noise of thy songs;

And let Me not hear the melody

of thy psalteries.

But let justice well up as waters,

And righteousness as a mighty

stream (Amos 5:23-24)

or to this one:

Have we not all one father?

Hath not one God created us?

Why do we deal treacherously

every man against his brothers?

. . . (Malachai 2:19)

The noblest principles that man
is to live by have been proclaimed

aeons ago. What is expected in re-

ligion is not new precepts, but

that the old be heeded, be accept-

ed, be tried.

Unlike science, instead of offer-

ing something, religion asks some-

thing of man. It asks for commit-

ment. Commitment, means sacri-

fice; it means giving up time; it

means parting with wealth; it

means suffering inconvenience.

As it is said, "And Thou shalt love

the Lord thy God with all thine

heart, with all thy soul and all

thy might. (Deut. 6:5).

The reward for commitment,

the return for living a life based

on the Eternal Law, cannot be

exchanged in the market place

for anything material. It only af-

fords one a good feeling when he

is doing what is just, right, and

proper. Most people, therefore,

seek material rather than spiritual

gain in conquering nature and

being victors than conquering hu-

man nature and being what ap-

pears to be losers.

Hence, religion, the moral law,

remains a challenge which few

choose to accept. "The law is holy,

the command is holy, just, and for

our good. But then I am a creature

of the flesh ... I do not act as I

want to act: I cordially agree with

God's law, so far as my inner self

is concerned but then I find quite

another law in my members (the

body), which conflict with the law

of my mind." The challenge of

religion is so frightening to most

people, that they who accept it

are frequently described as saints

and pietists by some, fools and
madmen by others.

If the lofty doctrines of religion

remain mere ideals, which man's

heart warmly accepts but his mind
strongly rejects, how can we ac-

count for the social progress man
has achieved through the ages?

Is not the goodness present in

the world due to man's obedience

of the moral law?

Instead of being guided by re-

ligion, man is taught by history,

wars, and its concomitant evils,

It is a com-

mand uttered in the past for all

time and it is as fresh, as timely,

as the scientist's future discovery.

Only when men will find them-

selves committed to truth, to love,

to justice, to beauty, to brother-

hood, to a society under divine

Universal Law will the religionist,

like the scientist, be forced to look

for something higher, nobler, more

challenging to live for, be com-

mitted to and make sacrifices for.

I imagine that when the famous

London diarist, Samuel l'ep^ s,

was a child, he must have been

very much like my 10-year-old

David. David has an insatiable in-

terest in public figures, and an itch

to be everywhere where anything

is going on.

The other day his father took

him to the Rubin Academy of

Music, just around the corner

from where we live, to see about

enrolling him for flute classes. He
returned ecstatic. There were no

classes for his age-group at the

moment, but he had found his

spiritual home. A big beautiful,

new building with interesting-

looking people coming in and out

all the time, and something going

on in every room. Best of all, the

building was being officially open-

ed at the end of the week, and

President Ben Zvi was going to be

there! It didn't take much plead-

ing to convince me that it was

in my line of duty, as a mother

who was interested in her child's

development, to see that he got

to the opening somehow. I was

not uninfluenced by the fact that

I have, like most of us in Israel,

an intense interest in the fabulous

Sam Rubin.

I could

get into the Press section, but chil-

dren were absolutely excluded.

The crisp young secretary had a

heart.

I h;ive always had a sort spot

in my heart for the American-Is-

rael Cultural Foundation for the

simple reason that it was while

I was an employee of this organi-

zation that I met my husband

over a decade ago. At that time

the offjces were housed in an old,

ramshackle brownstone building

on 71st Street and neither the de-

caying walls which no amount of

paint could conceal or the bleak-

ness of a once-proud neighbor-

hood gone to seed could dim the

sparkle and excitement which

prevaded the atmosphere. Today

Israel has just celebrated its Bar-

Mitzvah year, and soon, no doubt,

we'll be hearing about its adoles-

cent problems, but personally I

will never forget the thrill of those

early days of its infancy with the

attendant feeling that the world

was our oyster . . . oops I mean
gefillto fish of course. Suddenly,

after only 2,000 years of labor

agony, the new state was born

and with the laying down of the

arms all the Jewish governmental

agencies, barely tolerated by the

British, were given official recog-

nition and status. Into that dusty

old brownstone, relic of a bygone

age, came all the representatives

of the arts from the vital, pulsat-

ing land of Israel, from music,

painting, sculpture, theatre, dance

and literature.

Among the myriad of memor-

able events sponsored by the AICF,

I remember particularly the din-

ner celebrating Israel's statehood

where Leonard Bernstein made
an unforgettable speech, the es-

sence of which was that now a

Jew could afford to be second-

best; he no longer had to be at

the top of his class; the first Music

Under the Stars at Brooklyn's old

Ebbets Field (now the site of a

new apartment project) and the

dinner for a mental health advis-

ory project at which Danny Kaye

urged the illustrious gathering of

psychoanalysts and psychiatrists to

'release yourselves of the $10 bill

in your pockets — you'll probably

lose it on the way home'" — much
to the dismay of the dinner or-

ganizers who were hoping for

more substantial donations from

the assemblage.

Through the years I have al-

ways taken an interest in the pro-

jects of the AICF which could be

best summed up by the old adage

"man does not live by bread

alone." That this organization has

also been aware of the lesser-

known fact that an artist cannot

live by his art alone has been

substantially indicated by the help

they have extended to gifted in-

dividuals in their scholarship pro-

gram .

Today the program is many-

faceted and includes partial sup-

port for forty cultural projects in

Israel, including orchestras, thea-

tres, museums, conservatories of

music, art schools and dance

groups. It is also under the aegis

of this enterprising organization

that such priceless art treasures as

the Jacques Lipchitz and Sir

Jacob Epstein collections of orig-

inal plasters and the Billy Rose
Art Garden have found their per-

manent home in Israel. Their
latest understaking is for the estab-

lishment of fifty new cultural cen-

ters in Israel, the first of which
will be named for Herbert Leh-

man and will be erected in the

village of Isfiya, whose popula-

do with religion or nationality and

were strictly on an "individual" ba-

sis. In New York, the Archbishop

used another variation of the de-

fense theme in reply to all points

raised about the Kremlin's mis-

treatment of Soviet Jews. To all

such charges, he insisted that Soviet

laws permit equality for all reli-

gions. An appropriate comment

might well be a reference to

George Orwell's wierdly perceptive

forecast of the ethics of totalitari-

anism that all citizens are equal

but some are more equal than

others.

The key to the whole pathetic

serio-comic series of exchanges can

be found in the statement of the

Russians in Denver — that thev

have "no special status" with the

Soviet officials who control the le-

vers of power in the Soviet system.

This blunt and shattering truth

should have dissembled all specula-

tive hopes that something of sub-

stance could be gained from dog-

ged appeals to the Russsian visi-

tors to do that which in plain lad

they had no power to do. If life

is a little easier in the Soviet sys-

tem for Christian than it is for

Jew, it may be suggested that this

is related to the understanding

by the Soviet church leaders that

Christianity endures solely bv tol-

erance of a Soviet leadership

which can be flexible on tactics

But in addition to the

folk wisdom which Soviet offi-

c ials — in the style popularized by

former Premier Khrushchev—are

so quick to offer as sage comments

on issues to the day, there is also

one attributed to the Chinese

which seems eminently appropriate

to the matter at hand:"Fool me
once, shame on you; Fool me twice,

shame on me."

The Miracle of Hanukka
Guest Editorial by Rabbi Michael Hecht,

Temple Israel, Charlotte, N. C.

The events leading to the observance of Hanukka were
decisive in the history of the world. To the casual observer in

the second century B.C.E. it would have appeared merely that

one of the minor provinces of the mighty Seleucid Empire,
Judaea by name, had managed to assert its independence. This
was remarkable enough, but surely not very important. How
was the observer to know that the defiant little Jewish people
was to remain on the scene until the present day? How was he
to know that two other great religions would someday be
erected on foundations laid by the insignificant people that

rebelled against Emperor Antiochus?

But surely the Jews knew the importance of the battle

they were waging. Otherwise they would not have fought. The
battle was not only against oppression from the outside, but
also against spiritual weakening from within. Antiochus IV.

who ruled his Hellenistic empire from Syria, wanted all his

subjects to have the benefits of Greek civilization. He wanted
the youth to speak Greek, worship Greek gods, play Greek
games, and appreciate Greek art. In this he was successful

enough in Judaea, as elsewhere. Many leading citizens were
shedding the last vestiges of their Jewishness to take on the

glitter of Greek civilization. Judaism seemed about to disap

pear, as did the native cultures of the surrounding nations.

Then a miracle took place. The common people rose up,

fought a long war, and won. After the first great victory they

cleansed the Temple in Jerusalem of impurities caused by
pagan worship and dedicated it anew. Hanukka means "dedi-

cation."

What was the miracle? Was it that the Jews won the fighi?

I think it was rather that they chose to fight. The dispassionate

scholar can explain the political facts that caused their vie

tory; but the historian is hard pressed to explain what it was in

the first place that made the Jews resist their own spiritual

death.

What made the Jews fight was their firm belief in the

truth of their religion, the beauty of their heritage, and the

strength of their cause. They beEeved in God and in His

Torah.

In the Second World War France fell whimpering before

the Nazis, while England rose up to fight. One can begin to

explain why England should have resisted what seemed in-

evitable; but how shall one explain the resistance of the Jewish

people to so many "inevitable" facts so many times in so many
centuries? The story of Hanukka is not a one-time event. The
choice has repeatedly confronted the Jewish people: to be or

not to be.

It has never been convenient to be Jewish. The easy path

has been to assimilate and disappear. Surely many Jews took

this path. The miracle has been that so many did not, that so

many Jews believed strongly in their heritage despite oppres-

sion and threats, and despite blandishments and enticements.

The miracle of Jewish history has been the will to survive, to

create, to live by the light of Torah.

In surviving and creating the Jew has not been afraid to

take unto himself contributions from other civilizations. Many
of the most worthy accomplishments of Greek civilization be-

came part of Judaism. But while learning from others, the Jew
was not willing to lose his identity, the identity given him by

the Torah.

The miracle goes on. There have always been — and
there are today — people for whom spiritual matters mean
nothing, for whom the sacred values of the Jewish experience

are irrelevant, and who, therefore, when given the opportun-

ity, become estranged from their people. But there are today

many who affirm the meaning of Jewish existence, who see

their heritage as a vital one, for whom religious values are real

and enduring, for whom Jewish rootedness is a powerful force.

This is a troubled age, when the ties that bind us one to

another and to our heritage are being broken. This is a time

when many are filled with despair at man's deeds, when right

and wrong are no longer clear concept, when morality is in

question. But there are those who are true to the valid insights

of Judaism and who will, by living Jewish lives and providing

education for themselves and their children, be an inspiration

to generations yet unborn.

The Hanukka flames are small and flickering, but they

have burned for over two thousand years. They will continue

to burn in token of the miracle of the human spirit that we
call Judaism.

The New Challenge

With the launching of its newest program, the Israel Edu-

cation Fund, the United Jewish Appeal has added another

brilliant dimension to its history of dedicated service to the

growth and development of Israel.

Immigration and absorption have been and continue to

be the lodestones of UJA's remarkable career of aid to Israel,

the two dimensions upon which the young democracy was

founded and has grown.

Now, education — particularly secondary education —
becomes the third dimension — the new challenge to the Jews

of America who hold Israel's future dear.

The Israel Education Fund has been created as an in-

strument through which all of Israel's children may receive

training and education. Its five-year plan will provide Israel's

villages and new development towns, where the relatively dis-

advantaged Asian and African population is heaviest, with the

schools, libraries, youth centers, and pre-kindergarten classes

they need so desperately. It will provide scholarships to train

the teachers who will staff those schools — and to give youngs-

ters the means to attend them.

After I had received his letter 1

called up this lad and said to him:

"Please, write a column for me
about Chanukah. It'll be inspiring

for Jewish parents to hear from
a young Jew who knows all about

Chanukah."

"Thanks! Thanks!" he ex-

claimed, and a week later 1 re-

ceived this essay about Chanukah
from him . . . and I thank him
for writing this column for me ....

toward Chanukah.

"Yes, Chanukah," he writes,

"Chanukah is a sacred day which

has to do with religious freedom.

Jt icelehrates the first occasion in

which a deprived people were re-

turned to the service of God . . .

we Jewish people, that is . . we

Jews who far, far back there had

been deprived of our religious

rights. You might say that Chanu-

kah commemorates the first Fourth

of July in the world."

He goes on to say this first holy

day for freedom in the world ob-

serves a Jewish occasion which oc-

curred in the year 168-165 before

the Christian era.

"Yes," the young man reports,

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THE MENORAH POINTS THE WAY

Judaism has been described
4
as

a religion of symbolism. The me-

zuza on the door represents — that

is, symbolizes—the presenc e of God
in a Jewish home and a respect

for the Jewish way of life. The
esrog and lulav reminds us of the

renewal of nature, granted

through God's ever renewing crea-

tion of his world. The fringes on

the Talis bring to mind all ol the

commandments of the Torah.

Thus, the religious rite in the

Jewish religion is an action which

stands for something, which

represents a human value,

helping us to become better hu-

man beings.

What then is the symbolism of

the Chanukah Menorah? Many
answers can be given. The one I

like the best grows out of the story

recounted in the Talmud of a de-

bate about the Chanukiah (as the

Menorah is known in Israel) be-

tween the School of Hillel and the

School of Shammai. The disciples

of Shammai suggested that 011 t he-

first night of Chanukah eight can-

dles be lighted and on each succes-

sive night one less candle. But the

disciples of Hillel argued that

this would be backwards. They

insisted that on the first night, one

candle be lighted, and an addi-

tional one on each succeeding

evening.

We might venture to say that

the method suggested by the

School of Hillel was given prefer-

ence by the rabbis because of its

inherent symbolic meaning. That

meaning is that light should be

increased in the world, and not

diminished. furthermore, that

light JS spread in the world as one

generation follows another.

What is light? Light in Judaism

is nothing more or less than know-

ledge. Light is Torah, and Torah

is light. From the Bible down to

our own times, light in the Jewish

religion has symbolized Torah —

knowledge, inspiration, righteous-

ness. The Hebrews were to be a

light unto the nations, spreading

God's divine word. In the Dead

Sea Scrolls, the righteous are called

"sons of light,'' and the wicked are

termed "sons of darkness." In our

synagogues today, over the holy

ark, is found the Ner Tamid, the

everlasting light symbolizing God's

eternal presence.

Thus, by increasing the light in

the Chanukah Menorah each

night, we are making an affirma-

tive declaration about the world

in which we live. We are saying

to ourselves to our families with

whom we light candles, and to

the peoples of the world who wit-

ness our annual holiday, that light

is increasing in the world, that

knowledge of the Lord should and

is reaching out to illuminate more

and more of the dark corners of

our civilization.

We are saying that little by lit-

tle, our lives are becoming easier

and belter more meaningful and

interesting. We are affirming that

we have faith in man. and in his

But when Cha-

nuka comes round, I know there

will be a gramophone record token

from them and they know they

will get a book token from me. I

would not tell them for the world

that I haven't got a gramophone

and wouldn't be a bit surprised if

they didn't have a library but at

least it shows we are still in each

other's thoughts.

We also know what to expect

from each other. It is far worse

with people who spring a surprise

on you every time. You sent them

PROSELYTES IN JUDAISM
By Dr. H. Rabinowicz

It is interesting 10 trace the tra-

ditional attitude to this problem

throughout the ages. Our Sages

tell us that in the Bible times as

soon as Abraham arrived at a de-

sirable location he would pitch

two tents, one lor Sarah and one

lor himself; then he would pro-

ceed at once to make proselytes

and to bring them under the wings

of the Shechinah. Thus he induced

men to proclaim the name of God.

His example was followed by his

descendants. Jacob, his grandson,

declared that the only worthwhile

portion of his life was that in

which he was concerned with the

making of proselytes. So it hap-

pened that when the children of

Israel left Egypt they were ac-

companied by a "mixed multitude"

of non-Israelite strangers.

Diverse, detailed and humane

are the laws regarding the strang-

ers. "And if a stranger sojourn

with thee in your land, ye shall

not do him wrong. The stranger

that sojournetli with you shall be

unto you as the home-born among
you, and thou shah love him as

thyself." Even the children of the

F.domites and Egyptians could en-

ter the congregation in the third

generation; and though the men
of the Moabites were forever ex-

cluded from the Covenant, Ruth

the ancestress of David was wel-

comed into the fold. Numerous,

too, were the proselytes in the

time of king Hezekiah and in the

days of Queen Esther.

The prophets of Israel were not

particulansts. They preached a

universal faith. Although Jonah

betrayed reluctance to save the

heathens, Isaiah looked forward

to the time "when the sons of the

stranger that join themselves unto

the Lord . . . even them will I

bring to my holy mountain . . .

for ray house shall be called a

house of prayer for all peoples."

'The mountain of the Lord's

house shall be established as the

top of the mountains, and shall

be exalted above the hills; and all

nations shall flow unto it. And

many peoples shall go and say:

'Come ye, and let us go to the

mountain of the Lord, to the house

of the God of Jacob; and he will

teach us of His ways and we walk

in His paths. For out of Zion shall

Chanukah Greeting s

Hudgins Drug Co.

During the period of the Second

Commonwealth, John Hyrcanus,

and later Aristobulus, resorted to

force of arms in order to compel

(he Idumeans and Itureans to em-

brace Judaism: events notable as

the only two instances of militant

|udaism in history. Compulsion

was normally unnecessary. Joseph-

1 is relates that many Greeks and

heathens adopted the observance

of the Jewish Sabbath and festi-

vals and the Jewish dietary laws.

Among illustrious converts were

Oueen Helena of Adiabene and

her sons Izates and Monobazus;

Flavius Clemens, cousin of the

Emperor Domitian; and Acquila

who translated the Bible into

Greek.

They were on the

whole treated as equals and suffer-

ed few legal disabilities. "An in-

jury to a proselyte is an injury to

God." "The Holy One blessed be

He greatly loves the proselyte."

And according to the Palestianian

teacher Rabbi Eleazar ben Pedat,

"Israel was dispersed for the di-

vine purpose of winning prosely-

tes."

The missionary activities of the

early Christians were aimed at dis-

crediting the Torah as a "dispen-

sation of wrath" introduced "for

the sake of transgressions" and on

disparaging the Mosaic Code as

"transitory, subordinate and in-

termediate." The repercussions of

Bar Kochba's revolt and the Had-

rianic persecutions led to a radi-

cal reorientation of the rabbis to-

wards proselytes. Views were ex-

pressed that "proselytes are as

burdensome to Isarel as leprosy,"

that "proselytes would not be ac-

cepted in the days of the Messiah,"

and that "evils are predicted to

those who accept Gerim" because

"they are corrupt, apt to become

backsliders and that they keep the

practices of their fathers."

The rabbis categorically reject-

ed the view of Philo that a pro-

selyte is one "who abandons poly-

theism and adopts the worship of

One God." They stressed that "a

proselyte who acknowledges the

whole Torah save one command-

ment is not accepted." Rabbi [ose

ben Judah, a Tanna of the second

century, asserts that the proselyte

must observe "all the precepts of

the Scribes, even the least of

them." Genuine love of Judaism

was the only qualification for ad-

mission. "Both a man who becomes

a proselyte for the sake of a wo-

man and a woman who becomes

a proselyte lor the sake of a man;

similarly a man who becomes a

proselyte for the sake of the table

of Kings (i.e. in order to become

a king) or for the sake of joining

Solomon's servants (i.e. in order

to acquire an important post in

the Kingdom) — all these are not

true proselytes." Thus, while

Christianity was immersing re-

luctant multitudes in the baptis-

mal fonts, and Islam was conquer-

ing many countries "with fire and

sword" the Mother religion was

rigidly catechising prospective pro-

selyte.

performance, and you .ire only as

good as what you are doing at the

moment. Your reputation depends

upon every phrase!"

This appraisal, and unrelenting

dedication to music and audience,

best explains the man and thril-

ling voice of world-famous fan

Peerce.

Born on the Lower East-Side of

New York City to Russian emi-

grant parents, he first started sing-

ing as a choir-boy in the synagogue

and playing violin with the

school orchestra. Later he atten-

ded Columbia University, but

quit alter deciding against becom-

ing a doctor much to his parent's

disappointment.

He was first discovered by the

famed "Roxy" oi Radio City Mu-
sic Hall and then by the eminent

conductor Arturo Toscanini, who
heard him singing over N. B. C.

He made his Metropolitan Opera

House debut in 1941 after years

of study and preparation. Since

then, he has sung throughout the

world; appearing in concerts, reci-

tals, on TV and records.

"Learn — then worry about a

career" is Mr. Peerce's philosophy.

"A career is not for a day or a

week. Those who are overnight

sensations usually find that the

career that comes fast — goes as

fast!"

And he advises aspiring sing-

ers: "First make sure that you

have the voice. Then get a back-

ground in music. Singing, itself,

without musical embellishments is

difficult. Be a literate singer in

stead of an illiterate singer. (Stage

fright is created by a singer's lack

of technioue: which, in turn, cre-

ates a lack of security.)

"Don't expect miracles to hap-

pen in a short time. Get experi-

ence and suffer; and appraise

more: and with patience, develop-

and study, one may bring some-

thing into accomplishment.

"Strive for perfection — a ze-

nith. For when you have no place

to go — you go backwards!

"You must love what you are

doing and like facing an audience.

For me, singing is both vocation

and avocation. J find great relaxa-

tion in doing what I'm doing."'

To which Mr. Peerce's wife

added, "There is a fury with

themselves (singers), and usually

being on stage is an expression

of this kind of release. But, truth-

fully, Jan has 'something'; and he

enjoys preforming as much as the

audience enjoys his perform-

ance."

"On or off stage," his life is un-

doubtedly a contented one. For

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TEACHING THE BLIND
By Robert Appel

The Jewish religious school lias

become the key used to unlock the

door to public schools for blind

children who otherwise might

have no choice but to get their

secular education at segregated

residential schools ior the blind.

There is much discussion and

debate nowadays about school in-

tegration. The kind which moti-

vates the program of the Jewish

Braille Institution of America is

to get the Jewish blind child inte-

grated into the general commu-
nity as well as into the religious

congregation.

Teach the blind Jewish child

Braille, says Dr. Jacob Freid the

Institute's executive director. Pro-

vide him (and her) with English

and Hebrew Braille texts for at-

tendance at religious schools with

sighted children. Put a Hebrew-

English Braille prayerbook in his

hands and he becomes part of the

congregation. Give him a Hagga-

dah in Braille and he becomes

a fully-participant member of the

family Seder Service at the Pass-

over table.

How have these theories worked

in practice? One answer is that

some 80 per cent of Jewish blind

children in the United States and

Canada are estimated bv Dr. Freid

to be currently integrated in their

own religious schools with sighted

children as a result of this pro-

gram.

Thirteen years ago, the Institute

started its efforts to make it pos-

sible for any Jewish blind girl or

boys to get a Jewish education in

his or her synagogue school along

with sighted children, not apart

from them.

A key element in the program

was the creation of the needed

Braille texts and related classroom

materials. With the aid of interest-

ed Jewish women's groups, a

corps of volunteer English and

Hebrew Braille transcribers was

developed throughout the United

States and Canada. The volunteers

are needed to prepare the English

and Hebrew texts and other mate-

rials required by the religious

school chosen by the child and his

family, whether Reform, Conser-

vative or Orthodox. The Institute

then provides the particular ma-

terials needed by each child.

Since the program was started,

more than 300 Jewish blind chil-

dren have received a complete

Jewish education in their own
local religious schools. Currently

there are 134 children in the pro-

gram in the two countries. In ad-

dition, Dr. Freid reports, the In-

stitute is helping to provide a reli-

gious education for more than 65

other blind Jewish children in

residential homes lor the blind

in various American cities.

How man) of the known blind

Jewish children does the program

reach? Dr. Freid estimates that,

1 10111 data from two studies, there

are about 50 Jewish blind children

in the United States and Canada

who, for one reason or another , do

not lake part in any of the Insti-

tute's programs lor them.

Over exposure to oxygen — more

than 18 days — can result in retro-

lentil fibroplasia — destruction of

the retinal walls and blindness.

With the discovery of the tragic

results of such overexposure, treat-

ment of such infants has been

modified and the incidents of

blindness from this cause have

dropped sharply.

The scope of the volunteer con-

Communities throughout the

United States are now affording

blind children an integrated edu-

cation in public schools. The num-

ber of Jewish bli"<d chlidren now

attending these public schools is

nearly 100. Among the cities where

they are accepted in the public

school are Philadelphia, Minnea-

polis, Tacoma, Los Angeles, Buffa-

lo, Ramsey, N. H . Des Moines and

others.

It is not only th l Jewish blind

children who hav? benefitted from

this trail blazing effort by the In-

stitute, says Dr. Eried. Hundreds

of non-Jewish blind children also

are being accepted as the practice

of this unique and vital form of

school integration continues to

spread from city to city and from

state to state.

THREE STAGES OF FREEDOM
By Rabbi Samuel Umen

The month which is at the

head of the Hebrew calendar is

Nisan. Nisan was chosen to be

the first month, because it marks

the deliverance of the Jews from

the House of Bondage. In Nisan

the Jews became a free people.

Referring to Nisan, the Torah

says "This month shall be vinto

you the head oi the months" (Ex-

odus 12:2). In other words, you

will count your days, your months,

your years, from the day you be-

came free. The Torah stresses the

value of freedom, because free-

dom belongs to the essence of

human personality. A human
being deprived of his freedom —

that is one who is enslaved — is

incomplete.

But what do we mean by Free-

dom? Can it be defined? Freedom

is a complex many faceted concept.

It is an idea which varies in mean-

ing from age to age and from one

civilization to another. How one

views freedom depends largly up-

on the individual and the stage of

civilization to which he belongs.

Freedom to the benighted and to

the enlightened mind cannot and

do not mean the same thing.

But whether one is educated or

ignorant, freedom is essential to

his physical as well as mental be-

ing. Without freedom the soul is

marred. Without freedom one is

limited to his instincts. Without

freedom, imagination is thwarted,

vision discouraged, the inner drive

deadened.

Now, while freedom is an illu-

sive term, yet we are able to dis-

cern three defintie stages of en-

slavement and therefore three dif-

ferent types of Freedom.

The first stage of freedom that

man achieves is when he frees him-

self from the enslavement, fear

and grip of Nature. The battle of

primitive man is against the forces

of nature. Once he emancipates

himself from Nature's hold and

becomes its master, he simultane-

ously acquires the first kind of

Freedom — which is FREEDOM
FROM NATURE.

As primitive man ceases to wan-

der upon the face of the earth set-

tles in one place, begins to culti-

vate the soil, establishes an or-

ganized form of life — man en-

ters upon the second stage of En-

slavement, He is now enslaved by

the more powerful in his group

who arbitrarily lay clown thi laws

for all to live by and punish all

who disobey.

At this point, man's battle is

against his brother man. He seeks

freedom from the rule and dic-

tates of a ruler or rulers not of his

choice and from strictures and

limitations upon his life — not by

his agreement. This battle h is

been going on for centuries. In

some cases man has succeeded in

wresting from his brother — the

freedom that is due to him; hi

many instances the battle is still

in progress. Those who gained

iheir freedom from their fellow

man, are enjoying the second

stage of freedom — which is

FREEDOM FROM MAN.

The worst form of enslavement

is that which man experiences

from himself. This self imposed

enslavement is due to the lack of

values, or the pursuit of the wrong

ones, a life without direction

without meaning or purpose. This

form of enslavement is not easily

or always recognizable. Man knows

when he is dominated 1 v Nature,

he also knows when his fellow

man dominates him, but few are

t h e individuals who become

aware that they are their own en-

slavers. He who succeeds in

throwing off the self imposed

yoke of servitude — the crudest

and trickiest of all forms, he ac-

quires the highest form of Free-

dom - FREEDOM FROM ONE-
SELF.

Passover, the festival of freedom,

reminds us that ours alone is the

privilege and joy of true freedom

The cost of the five-year plan — $127,600,000 — is small
enough when weighed against the individual and national
cost of existing "as a nation divided between those who have
and those who lack, education. This situation holds grave
peril for our future."

Those were words gravely uttered by Prime 'Minister
Levi Eshkol during an address to the UJA National Campaign
Cabinet last June. At that time he also expressed the hope that
the Israel Education Fund would •"adopt a practical program
to help solve this problem."

That hope has now been met. The program exists. It is

up to us. the Jews of America, to see that it is put into full

effect.

We have met, and will continue to meet the challenge of

ongoing immigration to Israel. Because immigration would be
hollow without absorption, we have met and will continue to
meet that challenge as well. Now, knowing that there can be
no meaningful immigrant absorption without the fullest possi-
ble education for all, we must meet the new challenge decisive-
ly and resoundingly, through our support of the Israel Educa-
tion Fund.

There are often temporary lapses,

sometimes so enormous that we
seriously question the direction in

which we are moving.

Mr. Bisgyer retired from his post as Executive Vice-Presi-

dent of B'nai B'rith, which he had served for 27 years. How-
ever, his career in Jewish life spanned more than 45 years.

Over the years of Mr. Bisgyer's tenure of office, B'nai

B'rith has made some remarkable strides. When he first as-

sumed office, membership was 46,000. It is now 480,000,

scattered over the entire civilized world. The annual budget
was $110,000 in 1937. It is now more than $7,000,000. Much
of the remarkable advance made could be directly attributed

to his resourceful administration and to his intense loyalty.

We cannot conceive of Mr. Bisgyer, at the young age of

67, actually "retiring." We are looking forward to his con-

tinued interest and consultative contribution to the organiza-

tion so dear to him, and we trust that he will have many more
years to make this contribution.

Orchids To A Lady
First came the Hadassah national convention in Los Ange-

les. Then came the High Holy Days, which brought with them
considerable publishing activity. Now that things are quieting

down somewhat, we have an opportunity — albeit belatedly —
to congratulate Mrs. Mortimer Jacobson upon her election to

the national presidency of Hadassah.

Mrs. Jacobson, in her 25 years with Hadassah, has come
up from the ranks — so to speak. She has held major posts in

the chapter and in National Hadassah before her elevation to

the highest Hadassah office. This experience — together with
numerous missions to Israel — has given her intimate know-
ledge not only of the programs but also of the needs of Hadas-
sah in terms of the needs of Israel.

Hadassah has made tremendous contributions to the up-

building and development of the State of Israel — in medicine
and public health; in youth rehabilitation and education; in

vocational training. It is our hope that Hadassah's work will

continue to flourish and that its contributions to Israel will

continue to grow. In this regard, one is reminded of the author
who once commented: "My greatest books are those I have yet

to write." How aptly does this apply to Hadassah!

There is another side to Hadassah's work — the American
program. This multi-faceted program includes American and
Zionist Affairs, Adult Jewish Education, and Youth Activities.

Each one of these aspects is of great importance to us as Ameri-

cans and as Jews.

Hadassah has always regarded the strengthening of Jewish

life in the Diaspora as a vital objective, in keeping with the

Basle Program and has been a potent influence upon Jewish-

ness in America. Its more than 300,000 members throughout
the United States and Puerto Rico attest to that.

What is singularly gratifying about the organization is

that it is concerned not only about today — but also about

tomorrow.

The preservation of the Jewish heritage — indeed the

very survival of Jewry — will depend in large measure upon
future Jewish leadership. Jewish leaders "don't just grow."

They must be nurtured over the years — trained to assume the

responsibilities that various tasks will present.

We derive hope from the knowledge that Hadassah and
its president are concerned with this problem and also intent

upon doing something constructive about it.

To Mrs. Jacobson and to Hadassah go our best wishes for

success in all their undertakings.

The Problem of

Soviet Jewry
By Dr. Nahum Goldmann
PRESIDENT, WORLD JEWISH CONGRESS

The problem of Soviet Jewry

represents today — and will repre-

sent. I am afraid, for quite some

time — the major problem in the

Jewish world, ft concerns the fu-

ture of three million or, as main

think, even more jews, the second

largest Jewish community in the

world, the heir to one of the most

creative parts of the Jewish people

in modern history.

It is essential to understand the

character and the nature of the

problem. Over-simplification does

not help to solve it and may even

be harmful. It is not one of the

normal and usual problems of anti-

Semitism. The Soviet Union is a

country where equality of rights

lor all citizens is one of the essen-

tial characteristics of its constitu-

tion and the only country where

the Jewish minority is officially

recognized as a national minority.

Anti-Semitism and racial incite-

ment are punishable crimes al-

though this provision of the law

is rarely implemented.

It cannot be denied that there

are anti-Semitic feelings and ten-

dencies in the Soviet Union, the

survival of centuries of a strong

anti-Semitic tradition, especially in

the Ukraine and the Baltic States.

But it would be unfair to accuse

the Soviet Union of conscious anti-

Semitic policies in the usual mean-

ing of the word, namely by deny-

ing Jews equality of right* or

threatening their physical exis-

tence. In certain utterances of Mr.

Khruschev in the past, there was

a certain occasional anti-Jewish

nuance, but I doubt if he is con-

sciously anti-Semitic. Nor can it

be said that the Jews in the Soviet

Union are persecuted or discrimi-

nated against in a spectacular way.

It is true that certain sensitive

positions and professions are, il

not closed, at least not very open

to Jews. The most significant ex-

ample is the fact that the diploma

lie service of the Soviet Union is

nearly "free of Jews," whereas, as

main will remember, in the tirsi

years of the Soviet regime a very

large number of Soviet diplomats,

even those in top positions, were

Jews. Bui, on the other hand, sta-

tistics prove that the Jews are rep

resented in the free professions far

beyond their numerical strength

and in certain spheres, like science,

literature, art, Jews play quite a

prominent role.

In this connection a word must

be said about the prominent part

of Jews in the economic trials and,

what is worse, the great publicity

that was given to convicted crimi-

nals with Jewish-sounding names,

although it must be stated that

recently this publicity has been

greatly reduced.

But, to sum it up, it would be

false and unjust to accuse the So-

viet policy of an openly anti-Semi-

tic policy, and to think thai the

physical and even economic exisi-

ence of Jews in the U. S. S. R. is

seriously threatened.

The real problem of Soviet Jew

ry concerns their life as a distinct

community, their right to main-

tain their identity and survival as

a distinct Jewish entity. The pa-

radoxical aspect of this situation

expresses itself in the fact that,

as I said, the Soviet Union is the

only country where Jews are recog-

nized not only as a religious but

as a national minority, and that

every Jew is designated in his pass

port as belonging to the Jewish

nationalitv.

The Soviet Union has a remark-

able record in granting national

minorities lacilities to live their

own life, which were denied to

them in the Tsarist regime. There

are a hundred or more national

groups in the Soviet Union who
enjoy the right to their own
schools, literature, dress, theatre -

among them nationalities much
smaller in numbers, not to speak

ol cultural c reativeness, than the

Jewish community in the Soviet

Union.

As a matter of fact in the early

days ol the Soviet regime, the

Jews enjoyed similar rights. They

had a flowering Yiddish literature

and press, theatres—even what is

now the Hebrew National Thea-

tre of Issrael, Habima, was estab-

lished in the early days of the So-

viet regime with the active help

and support of the then Commis-

sar of Cultural Affairs, Lunat-

scharsky — a great network of

schools, and so on.

Today all this has more or less

disappeared, except for a small

remnant, like the Yiddish maga-

zine "Sovietish Heimland," the oc-

casional publication of Yiddish

books, itinerant Yiddish theatre

groups and Yiddish concerts. As

for religious life, the larger part

of the synagogues which existed

before have been closed, the so-

called Yeshiva of Moscow has

fewer than half a dozen students,

the average age of the rabbis is

about 70, no Hebrew prayer book

has been printed for several dec-

ades, excepting one a few years ago

in a few thousand copies, one can-

not get a Bible in Hebrew, and so

on.

In contrast to all other national

and religious minorities, there is

not one overall organization 01

Soviet Jews. Except for a certain

number of synagogues, there is

not a shred of any Jewish institu-

tion or organization. There is

practically no "address" tor Soviet

Jewry, nobody who could speak

on its behalf. Also in contrast to

other religious groups, which,,

are allowed to join the irter-

national organization — like the

Orthodox Church, which has-

joined and is active in the Interna

tional Council of Churches ol

Christ — Soviet Jewry has practi-

cally not been allowed any orga-

nized contact with Jewish bodies,

religious or otherwise, outside the

Soviet Union.

Without going into many more

details, it can fairly and without

exaggeration be said that this poli-

cy of the Soviet Union — and I am
sure that it is a well-thought-out

and planned policy— is one of en-

forced assimilation which, in the

long run, will bring about the

complete disintegration of Soviet

Jewry.

In order to be able to do some-

thing about this major problem in

Jewish life, one must understand

the reasoning for this policy, al-

though there is certainly an ele-

ment in it which cannot be ra-

tionally explained.

One reason is the fact that Rus-

sian Jewry has no tradition of any

collective rights in Russia or of

any forms of Jewish organization.

The second and, in the views

of the Soviet regime, the most

decisive reason, is that the policy

with regard to national minorities

in the Soviet Union is based on

the principle of territorial concen-

tration. The Russians always iii-

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The Forgotten Story of
JDC-JWB Collaboration;
A Tribute on JDC 50th

Anniversary
By Bernard Postal

The observance this year ol the

50th anniversary of the American

Jewish Joint Distribution Com-
mittee (JDC) recalls the many
episodes in Jewish history in

which JDC and the National Jew-

ish Welfare Board (JWB) operated

together.

The ties between JDC and

JWB, the two principal American

Jewish agencies established to

cope with unprecedented needs

that grew out of World War I,

go back to the beginnings of JWB
in 1917. Many of the principal

founders of JDC, which came into

being on Nov. 27, 1914, as an

amalgamation of three separate

relief bodies organized to aid the

Jews in the war zones of Europe,

were also among the founders of

JWB.

Felix M. Warburg, Ja-

cob H. Schiff, Judge
Julian W . Mack, Irving
Lehman, Dr. Cyrus Adler, Louis

Marshall and Dr. Solomon Schech-

ter, who in 1913 had joined in es-

tablishing the National Council

of YMHAs and kindred societies

as the first permanent alliance of

YMHAs and Jewish Community
Centers, were also the prime mov-
ers in the creation of the Ameri-

can Jewish Relief Committee
early in 1914. The amalgamation

of this agency with the Central

Jewish Relief Committee and the

People's Relief Committee result-

ed in the formation of JDC, which

for half a century has been Ameri-

can Jewry's major overseas relief

and rehabilitation instrumentality.

Mr. Warburg, first secretary of

the National Council of YMHAs,
became the first chairman of JDC.
When the National Council con-

vened the meting that launched

JWB on April 9, 1917 to meet the

religious and welfare needs of

Jewish servicemen in World War
1, the JDC leadership became the

tore group of the new organiza-

tion. Dr. Cyrus Adler took over

the presidency of JWB until he

was succeeded by Col. Harry Cut-

ler, who had also helped found

JDC. Justice Irving Lehman, ano-

ther product of the early days of

JDC, became president of JWB in

1921, when it merged wtih the Na-

tional Council of YMHAs.

The same climate of concern for

common Jewish responsibilities

abroad that had inspired the for-

mation of JDC in 1914 led to the

consolidation oi community for-

ces that gave birth to JWB. Once
the magnitude of JWB's task in

1917 was recognized, funds were

provided through the JDC leader-

ship. Jacob H. Schiff, then chair-

man of the New York City United

Jewish Relief Campaign, a prede-

cessor of he United Jewish Appeal,

proposed that some of the funds

being raised throughout the coun-

try for European Jewish relief be

set aside for the work of JWB. In

response to this suggestion,

$1,620,000 was allocated to JWB
by local Jewish relief committees

and JDC. This early JDC-JWB
fund-raising partnership was re-

sumed during World War II when

JWB became a beneficiary of the

United Jewish Appeal of Greater

New York.

From the ranks of World W ar I

JWB workers were recruiting

many of the professional social

workers who wrote such a magnifi-

cent record of service as members
of the JDC staff throughout the

world. One of these was the late

Joseph C. Hyman, executive di-

rector of JDC. Social workers who
began their careers in JWB-al filia-

ted Jewish Community Centers,

among them the late Moses Leck-

elman and Louis Sobel, as well as

Carl Urbont, Sidney Nelson, Mor-

decai Kessler, Dr. Judah Shapiro,

Sidney Shapiro and Deborah Mil-

ler, became key figures in JDC
programs in the 1940s and 1

f*50s.

When JDC undertook the gigan-

tic task, of providing relief, shel-

ter, transportation and new homes
for the hundred of thousands of

Jews uprooted from Europe fol-

lowing the emergence of Nazism

in the 1930s, the JDC-JWB rela-

tionship assumed new dimensions.

Rabbi Nathan Witkin, then as

now head of the JWB Armed For-

ces Service Center at Balboa, Pana-

ma Canal Zone, rendered immense
help for refugees from Nazi Eu-

rope in 1937, working closely with

JDC. It was he, with the approval

of JWB and JDC who arranged

with the U. S. authorities in the

Canal Zone to permit stateless ref-

ugees to be housed and boarded

at the Canal Zone Quarantine

Station until they could gain ad-

mittance to havens in the United

States. Because JWB was the only

Jewish agency operating in the

Canal Zone, it had to assume re-

sponsibility for the care of the

refugees and for guaranteeing

their maintenance. The large sum
involved was underwritten bv

JDC.
Ten years later, again as an ally

of JDC, Rabbi Witkin and the

JWB Armed Forces Service Center
were involved in coping with the

flood of Jewish DPs who landed

in Panama in 1947 and 1948 en-

route from Europe to Latin Am-
erica. Similar collaboration be-

tween the JWB military workers

and chaplains in Hawai and JDC
staffers facilitated the movement
of refugees across the Pacific.

Another significant instance of

JDC-JWB collaboration occurred

in the Philippines soon after

American troops landed there in

October, 1944. The late Morton

Netzorg, JWB-USO director in

Manila, who had been imprisoned

by the Japanese after the fall of

Manila, became head of the Ma-

nila Jewish community upon his

release. His first task was to pro-

vide food, shelter and clothing for

the destitute Jewish population

who had been interned. With an

emergency grant of $10,000 from

JDC, Netzorg began the jcb of

reorganization. Supplies and reli-

gious materials flown in by JWB
or brought in by the Jewish chap-

lains helped reestablish Jewish life.

Under the leadership of Net-

zorg and the Jewish chaplains,

there was launched a campaign to

rebuild Manila's only synagogue,

Temple Emil, which had been al-

most entirely destroyed during the

Japanese occupation. Over $20,-

000 was contributed by Jewish

GIs and the civilian Jewish com-

munity matched it. The money

was turned over to Netzorg as

president of the community who

placed it in trust with JDC until

the temple was rededicated in

1947, one year after the Republic

of the Philippines became inde-

pendent.

In another corner of the Far

East, JDC and JWB joined hands,

to feed and transport refugees,

leaving Shanghai and Singapore

for Australia. Harry Herbert, now

director of JWB fund raising had

been JWB's representative in the

China-Burma-India theatre in the

closing months of World War II,

serving as the liaison between the

Jewish chaplains and the national

JWB office. Covering a beat from

Burma to Karachi, Herbert was

sent to Shanghia soon after the

war ended to organize programs

for American Jewish military per-

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A GREAT DEBATE-
By Harry Simonhoff

HARRY SIMONHOFF

A memorable discussion took

place during a plenary session of

the American Jewish Congress

convention at the Carillon Hotel

on Miami Beach. It was exciting

and dramatic. It recaptured the

vigor and passion of a past genera-

tion before Jewish life in America

had sunk to a dead level of con-

formity and mediocrity. It really

fulfilled the promise of a "Great

Debate — the nature and identity

of the Jewish people" as set out in

the advance notice on the printed

program.

Propaganda speeches under the

-direction of bureaucrats and pub-

licity artists usually dominate vir-

tually all Jewish activities on the

contemporary scene. The tone set

by the highly essential U.
J.

A.

drives and Bonds for Israel din-

ners is imitated in "banquets" of

organizations great and small,

from universities and Jewish hos-

pitals to the modest associations of

Hebrew teachers. The earnest,

sharp discussions of top level

leaders in the American Jewish

Congress contrasted sharply with

the deliberations of other national

bodies which shun controversial

issues in their public meetings.

The exciting debate had the effect

of a sudden tornado that clears the

miasmic atmosphere.

There was no attempt to gloss

over the serious situation that con-

fronts American Jewry. Dr. Na-

hum Goldman, the leading states-

man, perhaps, in the Jewish world,

discounts the hostilities from

without that threaten Jews in the

diaspora. While admitting the

presence of anti-Semitism in the

U. S. S. R. as well as in he U. S. A.

he nevertheless considers defense

programs and anti-defamation ac-

tivities necessary but not of para-

mount importance. He is far

more concerned with the inner

disintegration of the Jewish peo-

ple outside of Israel. Intermar-

riage and assimilation are eating

away the vitals of Judaism. But

even more dangerous is the gen-

eral apathy, the ignorance of Jew-

ish values, the indifference to Jew-

ish traditions and history. The
greatest tragedy lies in the gradual

corrosion of the Jewish spirit that

withstood, as no other people ever

did, the onslaughts, the cruelties,

the barbarities of so many enemies

for thousands of years. The most

pressing need is a plan to arrest

this deterioration and provide a

program for its implementation.

The problem of survival

brought into the discussion the

activities of the American Jewish

Congress. Dr. Joachim Prinz. the

eloquent newly-elected President

of the Congress spoke with the

sweeping fervor of a soap-box ora-

or. The former popular rabbi of

a Berlin synagogue betrayed his

European orientation by quoting

the celebrated phrase of a speaker

to the French National Assembly

in 1791 when Jewish disabilities

were formally removed: "To the

individual Jew everything; to the

Jews as a nation nothing." This

dictum, Dr. Prinz intimated, cre-

ated a new disability throughout

the period of Jewish emancipation

which ended with Ausschwitz and

Dachau. Just how this rule ap-

plied to American Jews was not

clarified. As Judge Justine Wise

Polier pointed out such a limita-

tion was never enunciated in the

American Revolution. Nor is it

in letter or spirit a part of the

Federal or any State constitution

Yet this maxim served as the pre-

mise to the theses of Drs. Gold-

man and Prinz.

In her speech Judge Polier, or

Justine as she is affectionately

called by leaders and delegates,

proudly asserted the functions of

the Congress as an upholder of

civil rights, a champion for mino-

rities of all religions and races, a

leader in the fight to keep church

and state apart, and active in all

causes to ensure justice and de-

mocracy. Such a program is the

peculiar function of Jews whose

sensitivity to any form of discrim-

ination has been sharpened by

suffering and persecution. It is

as Americans that Jews should par-

ticipate in just causes and civic

affairs. She is opposed to ghettoi-

zation. Jews, of all people with

their zeal for demo-
cratic principles, should
never withdraw their c h i I

-

dren from the public school, the

bastion of American idealism, in

favor of separate "parochial

schools". Thus spoke an idealistic

woman of intellect and character,

the daughter of Stephen and Loui-

se Wise, whose Americanism is as

deeply rooted as her Jewishness.

In legal phraseology the issue

was now joined. The President of

the World Jewish Congress disas-

sociated himself from any such

proposal for Jewish participation

in American life. The Congress

was not simply a Jewish subdivi-

sion of the Civil Liberties Union.

It is not the special function of

Jews to fieht for justice. The
teachings of the prophets have pe-

netrated and permeated the west-

ern world and many Christians pos-

sess as strong a sense of justice as

Jews have. Nor is it the function <>1

the Congress simply to represent

the Jewish people in the liberal

defense agencies crusading lor so-

cial betterment. These are worthy

objectives, to be sure, and Jews

should participate in all move-

ments and organizations for pre-

serving the bill of rights, indivi-

dual liberty, and the whole pro-

gram of progressive; legislation.

But such a course of action is not

the raison-d'etre for the American

Jewish Congress.

Both Dr. Goldman and Dr.

Prinz agree that the prime tajk be-

fore the Congress should be in de-

vising some modus operandi for

arresting the inevitable decline o!

Jewry outside of Israel. And since

everyone admits that Jewish edu-

cation is the prime requisite, Na-

hum Goldman takes sharp issue

with Justine Polier and sees no

objection to the Hebrew or Day

School, without which Jewish

knowledge can hardly be efficient-

ly imparted to the rising genera-

tion. Nor does he see any conflict

between the Day school and the

process of Americanization which

takes form in all phases of life.

Even more drastic was his es-

pousal of "ghetoization". The Pre-

sident of the Jewish Agency de-

clared wih passonate logic that

there was nothing ignoble about

the old ghetto that passed away —

it was in fact religious and warmv

spiritual and humane. In a de

mocracy everyone has a legal and

moral right to the way of life that

suits him best, provided he obeys

the laws and is loyal to the coun-

try. American democracy does not

demand that Jews efface their me-

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THE RABBIS' VIEWS ON DIVORCE

RICHMOND, VIRGINIA

Divorce is a subject people feel

strongly about, one way or ano-

ther. And it is of interest to study

the Jewish attitude towards di-

vorce.

In Judaism, marriage is ex-

tolled, elevated, and sanctified:

"Whosoever lives without a wife

lives without joy, without blessing,

and without good." Interspersed

throughout rabbinic writings are

invaluable dicta on the achieve-

ment of domestic bliss and the

avoidance of innumerable pit-

falls. "Be careful not to grieve

your wife, because her tears flow

easily." Though marriage is re-

garded as a"structure for eterni-

ty," Judaism recognizes that Uto-

pian conceptions cannot resolve

marital maladjustments. Not for

Judaism the doctrine that "Who-

soever shall put away his wife and

marry another, committeth adul-

try against her; and if she herself

shall put away her husband and

marry another, committeth adul-

try." Nor the view "What there-

fore God has joined together lei

no man put asunder." Unreason-

ably restrictive divorce laws were

not regarded as conducive to mo-

rality, stability or the sanctity of

family life.

The Jewish attitude to divorce

is based on the Torah: "when a

man taketh a wife and marrieth

her, and cometh to pass if she finds

no favor in his eyes because he

hath found in her some unseemly

thing, that he writeth to her a

bill of divorcement and giveth

it in her hand and sendeth her

out of his house." Judaism at-

tached no stigma to divorce, it

made superfluous innumerable

subterfuges for the nullification

of marriage. As a talmudic teacher

says: "As men differ in their

treatment of their food, so they

differ in their treatment

of their wives. Some men,

if a fly falls into their cup,

will put it aside and not drink it,

another man, if a fly falls into his

cup will throw the fly away and

then drink the cup."

The protagonists of divorce re-

strictions were personified by the

school of Shammai, according to

whom "man may not divorce his

wife unless he has found unchasti-

ty in her." The school of Hillel

on the other hand avers that "he

may divorce her even if she spoiled

a dish for him." The tolerant Rab-

bi Akiba adds: "Even if he found

another fairer than she." The
view ol Shammai's school was not

too widely accepted. Josephus- too,

informs us that "he who desires to

be divorced from his wife for any

cause whatever, and many such

causes happen among men. let

him in writing, give assurance

that he no longer wishes to live

with her as his wife."

Public opinion and changed

conditions gradually forced the

non-Jewish Western world to re

lax its inflexible and uncompro-

mising religious doctrine of the

"indissolubility of marriage"; con-

versely Jewish sages were inclined

10 restrict their broad-minded di-

vorce laws as much as possible.

Modern teachers recommend

unanimously that better facilities

be provided for pre-marital educa-

tion. This is parallel to Jewish

teachings. The rabbis urge that

marriage should not be based on

superficial qualities, such as looks,

dowry, or social status. "Favour is

false and beauty is vain, but a

woman that feareth the Lord, she

shall be praised." They stress fur-

thermore, that a man "finds hap-

piness only with his first wife,"

and that "if a man divorces his

first wife, even the altar sheds

tears." The prophet Malachi pro-

claims: "Let no man deal treach-

erously against the wife of his

youth, for I hate him that puts

away his wife. It was therefore the

solemn duty of the rabbi to dis-

suade the parties from proceeding

to the divorce. "Do you know," he

should ask them, "that tomorrow

people will say of you, 'this man
is accustomed to divorce his

wives. Your daughters will be-

come an object of scorn and dis-

grace will fall on your children."

In remote antiquity, Aaron, the

high priest, established peace be-

t w e e n husband and wife.

Throughout the ages the rabbis

were the trusted intermediaries

patching up quarrels,, repairing

broken marriages, carrying out

the work which modern marriage

counsellors do.
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Adultry, change of religion,

public indecency, and inter alia

cursing her father-in-law in his

presence (no mention of the

mother-in-law) were among the

many grounds for which the hus-

band could divorce his wife. There
were, however, two instances

where the husband could not di-

vorce his wife — viz. if allega-

tions of pre-marital infidelity were

not proven, and if there had been

seduction by the husband before

the marriage.

Although the woman was not

entitled to divorce her husband,

Jewish law permitted her to sue

through the court for divorce on

a number of grounds. Among them
were: impotence of the husband,

physical blemishes and his vow
that "she shall borrow cooking

utensils of her neighbour." The
wife's rights were further safe-

guarded and her status enhanced

by the Cherem of Rabbenu Ger-

shom (960-1040); "even as the man
does not put away his wife except

of his own free will, so shall the

woman no be put away except by

her own consent."

Legal dissolution was further

discouraged by the institution of a

Ketuba (Marriage Contract). A
man was forbidden to remain with

his wife unless she had a Ketubah.

"Lest it appears easy to divorce

her." The whole Ketubah had to

be discharged, "even if he had to

sell the hair of his head." The
minimum amount of the marriage

January, 196^

contract was two hundred zuz for

a virgin and half that amount foi

a widow — a considerable sum ol

money in those days.

It was by no means easy to ob

tain a divorce. After the moral

implications, and the financial

considerations, come the minutiae

of the elaborate laws concerned

with the actual writing, attesting

and delivery of the divorce bill.

A man well versed in these com-

plexities had to preside at these

proceedings. "It is improper for

any person to interfere in these

matters unless he is learned in

the laws of marriage and divorce

. . . For there are many points

to be considered and it is easy for

a man to err therein . . . This

would result in invalidating the

proceedings."

Jewish teachings seem to have

adopted the view that such as

cannot be mended should be en-

ded, without necessarily profaning

the sanctity of marriage. At the

same time, methods of obtaining

a legal dissolution were rigidly

controlled. At no time, and in no

case, was the law to be "weighed

in favor of the least scrupulous, the

least honorable and the least sen-

sitive."

Culture in Glass

Mark Chagall's famous glass

windows, which he designed for

the Synagogue of the Hadassah-

Hebrew University Medical Cen-

ter in Jerusalem, will be the sub-

ject of a magnificent art volume to

be published by George Bra/iller

in time for the Holiday season.

Lavishly illustrated with over 100

plates, some in as many as 20 col-

ors, THE JERUSALEM WIN
BOWS OF MARC CHAGALL is

a genuine collector's item with the

added feature of original litho-

graphs executed by the artist es-

pecially for this volume. Dazzling

in its luminous color, the book

contains a biblical text facing each

full window reproduction, an in-

troduction by the noted French

critic, Jean Leymarie, a special

section of photographs showing

the artist at work in the stained-

glass workshops at Reims, and 13

drawings made by the artist for

exhibition with the windows.

With their first exhibition in

Paris last summer, in a specially

constructed pavillion in the court

of the Louvre, the windows crea-

ted such a sensation that the ex-

hibition was held over for six

weeks. When they were shown at

the Museum of Modern Art in

New York they were equally ac-

claimed and drew the largest num-

ber of viewers ever recorded by

the Museum for any single show.

Now installed in their home in

Jerusalem, the windows — depict-

ing the twelve ancient tribes of

Israel, are without doubt among

the most inspiring and beautiful

pieces of all twentieth century art.

In preparing the designs for

the twelve windows, Chagall

never lost sight of the poetry, fer-

vor, and faith inherent in the Bib-

lical texts which inspired this

monumental work. At the same

time, the imagination and even

humor of his very personal artis-

tic expression is perfectly suited

to the subject. Despite the Jewish

religious prohibition against the

representation of human forms in

any of the windows, Chagall's art

is, as always, a truly human ex-

pression of all mankind. Animals,

fish, flowers and trees are used as

the main symbols of the windows

which measure 11 by 8 feet.

The Braziller volume explains

and illustrates not only the story

of the windows but the story of

their creation. In June 1959. Dr.

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Israel's Medicare

Iran is the latest of a long ros-

ter of Afro-Asian countries thai

have applied to Israel for advice

and guidance in the area of public

health. Israel's pre-eminence in

this field derives from Histadrut's

medical arm, Kupat Holim which

although inadequately known to

American Jewry has acquired ;i

universal reputation for preserv-

ing the Israel population's health.

Israel admits every few, what-

ever his medical history. A sub-

stantial number of those admit-

ted have been in poor health. Yet

Israel has not suffered from a

reduction of health standards. On
the contrary, it restored thousands

of incapacitated immigrants to

partial or even full occupation.

This must be credited entirely to

Kupat Holim, which maintains

lfi hospitals and more than 1,000

clinics servicing 100,000 patients

daily.

It is essentially a health insur-

ance plan. But this describes only

a fraction of it activities unless a

whollv new interpretation is

placed on the concept of health

insurance. More than 66 per cent

of Israel's population, and more

than 70 per cent of its Jewish pop-

This

is a pairrtcularly difficult task

amidst immigrants who come from

many lands, including such coun-

tries where amulets were the only

known medicine, and public and

personal hygiene were at their

lowest level. Lectures by Kupat

Holim personnel speaking all the

languages of the ingathered disas-

poras, conversant with the imma-

grant's habits and cautious not to

offend custom and mock supersti-

tion, has had amazing success.

Kupat Holim lias encouraged

intense research, coordinating it

however, with clinical and preven-

tive medicine. The Rogoff Medi-

cal Research Institute is situated

on the premises of and integrated

in the facilities of the Beilinson

hospital. Smaller research facili-

ties are maintained in Kupat Ho-

lim clinics and hospitals across the

country.

Kupat Holim maintains both

schools and courses for the nam-

ing of personnel in all facets of

medicine. These range from a

post-graduate school for physicians

to clinical evening courses for

physicians occupied during the

day. It also contains five schools

for registered nurses, a school for

x-ray technicians, three schools

for practical nurses and a course

for midwives. The training of

practical nurses and midwives is

especially important for the Arab

rural population and Jewish im-

Kupat Holim follows and even

precedes the immigrants into new

development areas. One hundred

of its 1,000 clinics are located in

the Negev. It also maintains, in-

teralia, 30 x-ray institutes, 115 lab-

oratories, 200 mother-child wel-

fare stations, widespread facilities

lor physiotherapy and for ortho-

pedic rehabilitation.

Of Israel's 250,000 Arabs, more

than 100,000 are members of Ku-

pat Holim. Three Arabs serve on

Kupat Holim's central Board of

Directors. Since 1960 Kupat Ho-

lim has opened 60 new clinics in

Arab villages. Many of the Arab

facilities are staffed by Jewish

doctors, nurses and technicians

for lack of adequately trained Ar-

ab medical personnel, a gap which

Kupat Holim has undertaken to

fill. Apart from its humanitarian

impulse, this effort helps integrate

Israel's Arab citizens.

Kupat Holim's overall budget for

1963 amounted to 165,000,000

pounds. It's new hospital in Beer-

sheba, built with American aid,

is an important factor in the set-

tlement of the Negev. The plan-

ning of a new hospital in Eilat has

already begun. Four large special

dispensaries will be opened this

year at Beilinson Hospital, and in

Haifa, Rehovoth and Tiberias, be-

sides a number of small dispen-

saries. The 1962 figure of 1,700,-

000 men, women and children

treated by Kupat Holim will

doubtlessly be exceeded in 1965.

Kupat Holim is only one of

scores of Histaclrut social welfare

agencies supported by the Israel

Histadrut Campaign in this coun-

try whose goal this year is

$5,000,000.

We recently received a most

valuable adjunct to our reference

library as a result of the courtesy

of Crown Publishers Inc. of New
York city. It is a handsome
volume, encyclopedia type, titled

The Book of Jewish Knowledge.

The author is Nathan Ausable,

who has to his credit also A Picto-

rial History of the Jewish Peo-

ple, A Treasury of Jewish Folk

Lore, A Treasury of Jewish Poe-

try, A Treasury of Jewish Humor
and Superman, The Life of Fred-

erick The Great. Small wonder
that his new opus is so all-embrac-

ing of Jewish life.

If we were a bit more egotistical,

we would believe that The Book
of Jewish Knowledge was created

just for us, and our fellow jour-

nalists for it is the answer to a

real need. Not all of our wisdom

comes from our own erudition.

We may think of an idea, but

we must do a certain amount of

research for background material.

Heretofore, this may have entailed

reference to a number of woiks on

the particular subject. But now.

this is a thing of the past. All we
have to do now is to consult The
Book of Jewish Knowledge; it's all

there.

For example, we were recently

concerned with making some ob-

servations on cabala, truly a sub-

ject that required, for us, consi-

derable support. But, lo and be-

hold, there it all was for us, on

page 66. Similarly, in writing

about Christianity- and its evolve-

ment from Tudaism. There are of

course, many resources for this,

notably the writings of Dr. Ellis

Rivkin, but none are as concise

and anv more authoritative than

what appears on pages 100 to 112,

of The Book of Jewish Know-

ledge. And so on, ad infinitum.

We truly wonder how we were

able to get along for all these

years without this monumental

work. We believe that man; oth-

ers will entertain the same feel-

ings.

Tastefully presented, well writ-

ten, appropriately illustrated,

and admirably edited we have in

The Book of Knowledge 540 pages

of information the lull possession

of which would make a savant

extraordinary. Another pleasing

feature; when you think you have

exhausted the particularly perti-

nent paragraphs, you most often

find a cross-reference which gives

you still more informations.

So, our advice is that if you are

at all interested in the Jewish story

and its tangents with the remain-

der of the world, indulge yourself

in the luxury of owning a copy of

The) Book Of Knowledge.

Among ihe ancient Jews, music

was considered a divine art, and
the Scriptures were set down to

be read with sweetness. There

was born from the beginning the

practice of chanting during the

synagogue service. The prophet,

Elisha, said that the hand of the

Lord turned the strings of the

Jewish heart.

The conductor who led these

melodic vibrations was called can-

tor; and the beauty of sacred ser-

vices depended on his voice and

manner in leading the congrega-

tion. Until recently, these dedi-

cated men were launched into

their profession in this country by

functioning as apprentices of es-

tablished cantors. As a matter of

fact, the first ones found here

were men who came out of Eu-

rope and declared themselves can-

tors, and because they knew how
to lead the cantillating, thev were

installed into the profession. They

needed no other prerequisite.

There were no schools in which

to study perfection. An apprentice

learned the mistakes along with

the skills of his master. Completely

outmoded, this method of profes-

sional study was one of the few

throw-backs to feudal times. There

was no form, no standard, no com-

mon denominator in the canto-

rate.

In spite of this, the cantorate re-

mained comparatively healthy, for

it drew from a storehouse of re-

ligious and cultural institutions in

Eastern and Central Europe. Men

like Yosele Rosenblatt, whose

voice gave pleasure to ears other

than only Jewisn worshippers,

whose voice was indeed admired

by the world at large, sprung from

these sources. But the tragic events

of the past two decades caused

these wells to dry up, and the

sources from which American

congregations derived their can-

tors were cut off.

Besides, the basic need for turn-

ing; the cantor into a more reli-

gious and well-rounded personality

to serve modern American Tudaism

has been self-evident. Ten years

a.go, a handful of men recognized

that this art had descended to

something less than divine. Led bv

Dr. Abraham, Franzblau, the

prime mover for revitali/ation of

the cantors, but strives to elevate

the standards of the Cantorate. It

was formulated as a branch of the

Hebrew Union College and
called the School of Sacred Music;

established in New York in '53 to

offer a tour year course culminat-

ing in the degree of Bachelor of

Sacred Music. A further year of

study and a thesis can produce an

advanced Masters Degree.

Because the cantor reaches out

to the Lord in voice during ser-

vices the congregation has begun

to feel that he must completely

familiarize himself with His

teachings.

Because

of its almost immediate universal

acceptance, it established a Board

on Cantor Certification ... so

that cantors already serving con-

gregations may submit their qua-

lifications for evaluation and re-

ceive a Certificate attesting to their

competence, if they meet the high

standards set up by the board.

It has actually become a new

American career, even a new

world career. At present there

are 45 to 50 students in the school

. . . and the graduating class

boasts 12, one actually from Eng-

land, another from Canada, one

from Czechoslovakia and the oth-

ers from the United States. They

have granted certification to about

125 cantors throughout the coun-

try.

Its students have been varied,

and have included Henry Rosen

blatt. son of the famous Yosele,

He, too, is reputed to have a fine

vocal instrument ... a rich bari-

tone instead of the father's famous

lyric tenor. Because the basic mu-

sic is the same, men desiring to

serve as cantors in either Ortho-

dox, Conservative or Reform tem-

ples can be taught at the school

at the same time.

As the leading voice, the cantor

is, of course, the soloist in a sy-

nagogue. With such a combina-

tion of fine voices, an amazing cho-

rus can result ... all made up of

soloists. Sitting there in the cha-

pel and listening to their incan-

tations can truly bring a man clo-

ser to the Lord . . . for such voices

are touched by the religious fer-

vor of men of faith. RCA Victor

has captured this spirit by record-

ing and pressing a record called

"Great Days We Honor," which

incuded Yom Kippur and Cha-

nukah services in song and pray-

er. The record is designed to catch

the warmth surrounding the

Jewish holidays in the liturgy of

the synagogue and the folk song

of the people.

YEHZKEL KAUFMANN

POSSESSOR OF THREE CROWNS
By Dov Perezt Elkms

I

The death some months ago

of Professor Yehezkel Kaufmann
at 73 years, marked the end of an

epoch in biblical research.

It is a sad reflection on Ameri-

can Jewry that the death of this

great Israeli luminary passed al-

most without notice. True, Kauf-

mann's monumental works are

written in Hebrew, and even the

abridgements and translations

that exist are not meant for popu-

lar consumption. But, as Dr. Mor-

timer
J. Cohen wrote, reviewing

the English translation of Kauf-

mann's greatest work: Not

everyone will read this important

book; but everyone should know
that such a book exists."

Kaufmann was born in 1889 in

the Ukraine. After studying suc-

cessively in Odessa and Petrograd,

then winning his doctorate at the

University of Berne, and supple-

menting his knowledge with a

stretch of scholarly research in Ber-

lin, he migrated to Palestine in

1928. After over 20 years of teach-

ing at the famous Reali School in

Haifa, he was appointed Professor

of Bible at the Hebrew University.

There he raised a generation of

Israeli Bible scholars who have

now taken his place at the Uni-

versity, from which he retired a

few years ago. Men who are be-

coming known as the world's lead-

ing authorities on the biblical

world, Yadin, Haran, Malamat,

Tadmor, and many many others,

all owe much of their outlook and

Salisbury, N. C.

In 1960, on the occa-

sion of Kaufmann's 70th birthday,

these young scholars dedicated to

their master the Yehezkel Kauf-

mann Jubliee Volume, a collection

of essays on the religious and

literary heritage of our people,

subjects to which Kaufmann dedi-

cated his life.

But it is not only the Israeli

biblical scholar who owes a great

debt to Kaufmann's brilliant re

searches. In this country as well,

his influence has been widespread

among Jewish students of Scrip-

ture. Dr. H. I.. Ginsberg, Profes-

sor of Bible at the Jewish Theo-

logical Seminary, himself a leading-

expert on matters biblical, ac-

knowledges a great debt to Kauf-

mann. as do countless other Ameri-

can Jewish academicians.

To date, Kaufmann's influence

among non Jewish savants has

been minimal. However, this is

being slowly overcome bv the slow

penetration of the 1960 abridge-

ment of his magnum opus, THE
RELIGION OF ISRAEL, in die

brilliant translation and re-work-

ing of Dr. Moshe Greenberg. Pro-

fessor of Bible at the University

of Pennsylvania.

The words "assimilation/' "assi-

milated" and "assimilationist" are

so often bandied about by Jewish

publicists — both in the Anglo-

Jewish and in the Yiddish press

Professor H. L. Ginsberg spoke.

The speaker attributed to Kauf-

mann (speaking in Hebrew, nat-

urally, this in itsell a tribute to

Kaufmann who wrote in Hebrew',

three crowns — the crown ol the

ideologist o£ Zionism, the crown

of the philosophical historian, and
the crown of biblical scholar. In

Kaufmann's early work, GOLA
VENEKHAR (IN EXILE AND
ALIEN LANDS), discussing the

vast panorama of Jewish existence,

he claims that it was the religion

of Judaism which kept our people

alive and vibrant through its his-

tory in lands not its own. He ar-

gues, too, that a return to Zion is

the sine quo non for a modern
Jewish renaissance.

While this book will remain

dear to the hearts of the Jewish

people, his work on the history of

the literature and religious ideas

of the Bible (the third "crown")

must inevitably remain his great-

est contribution to the world at

large. William F. Albright, dean

of American archeologists and
Bible experts, wrote in 1960 that

"Biblical scholars of the West are

just becoming aware of Kauf-

mann's great synthesis of the re-

ligious history of the Old Testa-

ment . . . (His work) will come to

many as a revelation. It should be

in the hands of every serious stu-

dent of the Bible."

Briefly, Kaufmann's system is

important because it created a re-

placement for the extremely hyper-

critical school of German scholar

Julius Wellhausen (1844-1917).

Wellhausen and his large school

of followers contended that the

Torah was not written in the time

of Moses, but a thousand vears

later, after the prophets Amos and

Isaiah created ethical monotheism.

To them, it was a long evolution-

ary process that culminated in the

8th and 7th centuries which

brought the idea of one universal

God to the fore. Kaufmann, not

a fundamentalist by any means,

accepted the method of critical

analysis developed by the German
higher critics, but using their

methodology, defeated them at

their own game. He proved that

most of the Torah was written by

the very early centuries of the first

milleniurn. and that 8th and 7th

century prophets were influenced

by much of the already-existing

Pentateuchal literature. He also

showed that the idea of one God
was accepted by the whole Israe-

lite people from it: very inception.

Kaufmann's ideas are highly im-

portant because he created them
as an objective scholar, and not

as a Jewish apologist.

The writer spent last year in

Israel, and one of the things i did

not want to do was to leave the

country without meeting this

great, creative scholor. After sev-

eral unsuccessful attempts, I was
invited to President Ben Zvi's

home for a Bible study session at

which Ben Gurion himself was to

debate with Kaufmann. Unfortu-

nately, due to illness the scholar

sent his paper to be read, and
thus just when I thought the great

moment would come, my greatest

desire remained frustrated. And
so I had to leave the country with
that item still on my list of un-

finished business, which I hoped
to accomplish on some future trip

there. Now, unfortunately, that

wish can never be fulfilled. May
his memory be for a blessing.

was it possible that six million

Jews died? How wa«s it possible

that we did not rush to halt the

slaughter?"

the past are reaching out to you
and to me. All the things that

these children saw: princesses,

witches, candy, cookies, birds, ani-

mals, hutterflies, green hills and
the cumulus clouds — and the

others, the death carts; the execu-

tions; the dreaded SS men — these

are here too, all captured by cray-

on, paint brush and pen. These

drawings and poems are what are

left of these children whose "ashes

have long since sifted across the

fields around Auschwitz." The
book moved me as no other book

has done in many a year. One can

almost hear the childish trebie of

these young voices—so soon to die

They are the voices of an ever ver-

dant past. Eva Pikova, 12 years old,

of Xymburk wrote these words in

her poem "Fear":

No, no my God, we want to live!

Not watch our numbers melt

away.

We want to have a better world.

We want to work—we must not

die."

Pavel Friedman wrote this.

"That butterfly was the last one.

Butterflies don't live in here.

In the ghetto."

I Never Saw Another Butterfly

is a testament of the innocents.

Those innocents of around 15,000

who passed through Terezin. Of
these around 100 came back! Let

us take time from the hustle and

bustle of everyday existence to look

at and read I Never Saw Another

Butterfly. It is a magnificently il-

luminated legacy from children

who are no more.

"The bosom of America is open

to receive not only the opulent

and respectable stranger, but the

oppressed and persecuted ol all

nations and religions: whom we
shall welcome to a participation

of all our rights and privileges, if

by decency and propriety of con-

duct they appear to merit the en-

joyment. "These words of George

Washington are quoted by our

late President John F. Kennedy

as his closing statement in the re-

vised and enlarged edition of his

A Nation Of Immigrants (Harper

&: Row). Copyright by the Anti-

Defamation League of B'nai B'rith

and with a foreward by Robert F.

Kennedy, this illuminating work

shoidd be read and re-read. It pre-

sents a clearly defined picture of

what this nation is. It shows how
it can be better. It aptly brings

this melting-pot we call the United

States of America into sharp focus.

A Nation Of Immigrants by ]ohn

F. Kennedy is a must!

My Autobiography by Charles

Chaplin (Simon and Schuster) has

magnificent illustrations. Other

than that it is by and large a pret-

ty dull book. Mr. Chaplin's genius

as a superb clown does not extend

to his abilities as an author. My
Autobiography is a lackluster
script. The most vivid portion of

the book can be found in its first

hundred pages — the sordid and

pitiful history of his boyhood days.

This is told simply and forth-

rightly, lacking any evidence of

self-pity.

Part of his Hollywood story is

interesting (the creation of the

lovable little tramp for instance)

btit most of it strikes me as episode

after episode of dropping names.

This is the first, the basic,

thing we should bear in mind if

we want to keep the Jewish indi-

vidual within the Jewish group.

These are the most important

facts — individuality and common
humanity — about the Jew today,

as they are about the Christian

today, about the Moslem today,

about the Hindu and the Bud-

dhist today, and let us not fall in-

to the trap laid for us by anti-

Semites and racists generally and

talk about special innate Jewish

"racial" characteristics, whether

superior or inferior, which would

separate us from the rest of hu-

manity and from our common hu-

man destiny.

Assimilation in the physiological-

spiritual sense is a dynamic pro-

cess, not something that remains

fixed forever. We are constantly

absorbing, assimilating food and

drink and the culture of our envi-

ronment, of both our immediate

and our larger surroundings. And
when we teach our children about

Judiasm we are teaching them to

assimilate Jewish spiritual values,

seph Neufeld, the prominent
American architect who designed

the Medical center and the Syna-

gogue, stopped in Paris on their

return from Jerusalem and went

to see Marc Chagall. At this meet-

ing it was decided that Chagall

would design the windows for the

simple rectangled shaped syna-

gogue. It was decided that the

twelve windows, representing the

twelve tribes of Israel, the gates of

Jerusalem, and the twelve carved

gems of Aaron's breastplate, were

to be filled with stained glass.

Chagall envisioned the synagogue

as "a crown offer to the Jewish

Queen." Mr. Chagall painted the

design for the windows at his stu-

dio in Vence. He worked with

Charles and Brigette Simon Marq,

noted artists specializing in stained

glass at the famous Simon studio

in Reims.

Marc Chagall was born in 1889

in Vitebsk, Russia,, of humble

craftsmen and shopkeepers ol the

ghetto. These Jewish communities

in eastern Europe were Hassidic,

completely dominated by a popu-

lar religious movement which

emphasized emotional expression

and the belief that all actions

performed religiously are holy.

It was perpetuated by a rich tra-

dition of tales and legends in

which Chagall's youth was steeped

and it was not long before he be-

gan to see the burning lights of

Sabbath candles with the eyes of

a painter.

The Chagall windows may well

mark the apex of the most unique

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Thoughts on Assimilation
(Concluded from Page 43)

just as when we Leach them about

American democracy we are leach-

ing them to assimilate American

democratic values.

It may be asked: How then can

we get the Jewish individual to

assimilate Jewish as well as Ameri-

can and other values? Again 1

must emphasize — it you will re-

gard him as fundamentally a hu-

man being and a unique person-

ality. His adherence to fewish

group loyalties and values are

important means to the end of

the unfolding of the individual

within a humane society. There
are Jewish values which are uni-

versal and personal, particularly

the emphasis on justice, as con

irasted with the Christian empha-

sis on love. More and more, as

science and technology progress

nad travel and communication be-

come ever swifter, people are be-

ginning to feel that they are living

in the same world that actual-

ly there is only one human race.

That one world needs to be gui-

ded by Jewish ideals of justice

as much as, if not perhaps more so,

by Christian ideals of fraternity.

This is really the Jewish "mission,"

which actually means the fewish

contribution to world thinking,

that can be, that should be, l. night

to our Jewish youth.

It is

the concrete application of justice

in everyday life as found in Juda-

ism, in the Bible and Talmud,

and its relevancy to present-day

life, that should be imparted by

die teacher. Is the Biblical idea

that land should not be regarded

as absolute private property still

relevant to our age? If so, how can

it be carried out? Is the taking ol

interest justified? How can a just

society contribute to the preven-

tion of large-scale war and the an-

nihilation of what we are pleased

io c all, rightly or wrongly, civili-

zation? These are questions for

the answers to which the present-

day intelligent Jewish individual

will be willing to search in the Bi-

ble and Talmud as well as the an-

cient Creek and the modern Euro-

pean and American social philoso-

phers — because they are questions

that deeply affect him.

Behind Jewish ethics, there is.

to be sure, the fewish idea ol

Cod, and in the immediate fore-

ground diere is Jewish religious

ritual. In the present-day material-

istic, prosaic atmosphere, which
our Jewish youth imbibes together

with others, ii will not, I'm afraid,

be much attracted to fewish be-

liefs and the poetry of ritual —
nor to the beliefs and ritual of

other religious groups — until

their general education is com-
pletely transformed, revolution-

ized.

Of course, "assimilation" can be

used as a pejorative term, in the

sense of a conscious, dishonest at-

tempt to deny what constitutes a

large part of your being — in this

case, your Jewishness. But it. can

also mean an honest effort to ab-

sorb all human values, Jewish as

well as non- Jewish, which make
lor the rounded, balanced indivi-

dual who understands his duty of

serving the community, as well as

being served by it, but who also

knows that you must work hard,

educate hard, to carry out the sen-

timent expressed in that old song,

"AH for One and One for All."

Through the

millenia Jews have evolved a sepa-

rate civilization and should, il

they choose, live a group life

maintaining their own mores

within the framework of American

society.

Gone are the days when apoioge-

tics were used to justify Jewish

survival. Dr. Prin/. merely alleged

that he loved the Jewish people

and longed passionately lor its

continued existence. Dr. Goldman
asserted that groups or individuals

have the right to life, libert\ and

the pursuit of happiness simply

because they are here. Neither ex-

cuse nor justification need be

given for living. Rut a strange

omission passed unnoticed. Nei-

ther the rabbi who escaped the

Nazi gas chamber nor the head

of world Zionism even mentioned

the necessity of religion in the

Jewish milieu. No one suggested

the duty or moral obligation for

Jews to strive and struggle lest Ju-

daism perish from the earth.

The Soviet Uniion was called

upon to eliminate its anti-Semitic

practices in an appeal by Moses

Feuerstein, national president of

the Union of Orthodox Jewish

Congregations of America, at the

closing session of the organization's

66th national biennial convention.

All knew that Czechoslovakia

was only a pawn in the continuing

bloody play of Hitler. Yet was any-

thing done in those days to stop

the brownshirted tyrant? No! On
the contrary; although what Hit-

ler wanted was known, it was not

only made easier for him, he was

given encouragement to achieve

his goal. Because who would have

then believed that from Hitler's

program in "Mein Kampf" to its

bloody realization is only a 'cat's

leap?' Who could imagine? —Did
Hettelheim, and such others who
now share his opinion, then have

a belief that living human beings

would be put to death wholesale,

in gas chambers? Today evervone

knows — but then?

We are quite sure that Cham-
berlain did not suller from Chetto

psychology, or that Deladier was

born in a ghetto. But Hitler had

ihese gentlemen, and subsequently

the whole world, cruelly enslaved

in a ghetto. In Hitler's regime not

only Jews lived behind barbed

wire. Even his bosom pal Mussoli-

ni would eventually have ended in

Hitler's crematorium.

Where was this World, the "no

Chetto World" of Bruno Bettel-

heim? Where was the great and

generous Roosevelt? Where was

the genial Churchill? Did they

care so very much about the Chet-

to walls? Was it too much to ex-

change a thousand trucks for sev-

eral thousand Jews; was there

really fear that, the trucks would

perhaps help Hitler win the war?

Bruno Bettelheim cites the Is-

raeli prosecutor Hausner's ques-

tion to a living witness at the

Eichmann trial, "Why did you not

revolt? Why; when there were fif-

teen thousand people like you fac-

ing a mere ten, or at best a hun-

dred men of the police, wh\ did

you not storm them? Why did you

not revolt?"

It is our conviction that this

question of the Israeli prosecutor

was judicially justified because it

provoked the witness to a kind of

reply that would further confound

the accused Eichmann of his guilt.

That is the way we understand —

or wish to understand it, because

we hope that Gideon Hausner had

no other intentions. Tf, however

bright midday, the Nazi hanged
sixteen Polish underground fight-

ers to lamp posts. These streets

were filled with thousands of

passers. The Gestapo having ac-

complished their bloody chore

proceded on their way, undis-

turbed. No one attempted to as-

sault or interfere with the hang-

men.

These Poles were in their own
country among brother Poles, in

the midst of a sympathetic popu-

lation. (Those acquainted with Po-

lish history know that the Pole is

an excellent revolutionary.

Fact 2: Field number two in the

dreaded Kazet Maidanek was a

camp of six thousand Russian war

prisoners.

Liberal, president of the Polish

Democratic Party, Professor Mi-

chaelowitch was being flogged in

Kazet Gros Rosen by a young S. S.

man, because the professor didn't

rise fast enough to the "Achtung"

command of the Nazi officer. The
S. S. man kicked him with his

hob-nailed boots until the poor

man's blood ran. He, upon whom
all Polish Kazetnicks looked on as

their leader fainted, yet over three

thousand Polish Kazetnicks looked

on, and did nothing. They did

make fists, they vowed vengeance

—but, in the meanwhile they did

nothing but stand powerless and

ashamed.

How many more facts shall we
bring? Everyone who survived,

who had the good fortune to re-

main alive, is a witness to "Ghetto

psychology" among non-Jews.

That is Ghetto psychology a la

Bettelheim. Was it really "Ghetto

psychology?"

Rereading Bettelheim's article

(and I reread it several times) I

have the feeling that he cannot

and is unwilling to understand

the situation of a man forged in

chains from whom he expects ac-

tive resistance.

And yet, despite the heavy

bonds, despite the daily destruc-

tion, the hunger, the physical and

mental terror, the Jewish men in

chains were the first to raise the

banner of revolt against the

brownshirted tyrant. The Warsaw

Ghetto was the first organized,

open, face to face revolution

against Hitlerism. Not the people

residents in their own homelands,

in the neighborhood of their own
mountains and forests, but the

Jews, among unfriendly neigh-

bors, the Ghetto Jews, were the

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first who collectively went out in

an open struggle against Hitler.

They were the ones who showed

the example. There were hund-

reds, thousands of instances in the

Ghettos, in the concentration

camps, in the work camps, and in

many partisan bands were the

Jews set an example of bravery

to their Christian neighbor in the

fight against the enemy.

How different the Jewish fight

against the Nazis would have

been if only the non-Jews would

have answered the desperate plea

"Give us arms! Sell us arms. Take

our goal and give us grenades!"

But, with few exceptions, a death-

like stillness answered the Jewish

call.

And, how encouraged the Jews

would have felt in the ghettos

and Katzeten — and in fact would

have risen in active resistance —

if in America and England or in

the other countries there would

have been organized an armed

airplane attack over Aushwiti, the

Vilno ghetto or the ghetto in Ber-

lin!

It is a fact that the living skele-

tons did not beg for bread, but

for guns and ammunition. When
these were not forthcoming, they

attacked with benzine filled bot-

tles or with their bare fists. Every

Jew under Hitlerism fought every

hour of his uncertain existence

against the vandals. Even a thou-

sand Bettelheims cannot negate

this fact.

be reached until it was able to

move its full staff into Germany.

Without funds, organization or

authority, the Jewish Chaplains

spontaneously embarked on a ma-
jor emergency job, sharing their

rations, clothing and medical sup-

plies with the pitiful survivors,

organizing unofficial drives among
Jewish GIs for funds and clothing

and food packages and starting

the job of compiling lists of sur-

vivors. It was the Jewish chap-

lains who first called world at-

tention to the plight of those who
had survived Nazi terror, and by

their countless selfless acts kindled

hope in the hearts of the tortured

Jews ^ind helped sustain them
through the early days of the libe-

ration. Chaplain Herschel Schach-

ter, now a rabbi in the Bronx, and

Chaplain David M. Eichhorn,

now director of field operations

of JWB's Commission on Jewish

Chaplaincy, were the first to reach

Buchenwald and Dachau, respec-

tively.

In the absence of the most ele-

mentary facilities and supplies, the

Jewish chaplains used funds,

equipment, religious literature and

foods provided them by JWB for

American Jewish GIs to aid the

liberated Jews. The JWB supplies

were quickly exhausted and the

chaplain sent agonized appeals for

more. To the former concentra-

tion cajmp inmates t»he Jewish

chaplains seemed like uiessiahs

because they were the only Jews

permitted to approach the camps.

Through the chaplains, American

military government officials were

made aware of the tragic needs

and JDC was alerted. The chap-

lains acted as advance field repre-

sentatives of JDC until its field

workers were permitted to move
into Germany. Until JDC and

UNRRA took over, all the Ameri-

can Jewish chaplains in Europe

were almost completely absorbed

in DP relief. After the JDC staff

arrived at every DP center the

chaplains continued to work in

closest collaboration with JDC.

The chaplains sent urgent let-

ters back home pledging for

maximum cooperation by syna-

gogues and Jewish Community

Centers in Collecting emergency

and food parcels lor the survivors

and in support of UJA. Acting on

information from the chaplains

and JWB, JDC shipped emergency

clothing supplies through the Red

Cross until the JDC's own pro-

gram could get under way. Thus

the chaplains paved the way for

what was to become the historic-

program of JDC in post-war Eu-

rope.

JWB and its Commission on

Jewish Chaplaincy encouraged the

chaplains to do everything possible

for the DPs, advancing additional

emergency funds, advising them ol

the opening of JDC offices in vari-

ous parts of liberated Europe.

JWB sent a special emissary to Eu-

rope who also served as a JDC
aide. Rabbi Leo Jung, a member

of the JWB Commission on Jew-

ish Chaplaincy, went on a JDC
mission to look into the religious

needs of the survivors.

In a public acknowledgement

of this historic effort by JWB and

the Jewish chaplains, Edward M.

Warburg, JDC chairman, said

early in 1946 that this "signal ser-

vice" constituted "a colossal job"

because the chaplains "had to car-

ry the burden in the interim pe-

riod before the Army gave its

permission for the JDC staff to be

called forward."

Although JDC is renowned for

its half-century of direct relief

and aid in rehabilitation and im-

migration, its most enduring work

has taken the form of an immense

program of aiding communities in

scores of countries to help them-

selves through strengthening local

communal organization. This has

been particularly true in post-war

Europe where JDC, with the aid

of funds from the Conference on

Jefish Material Claims Against

Germany, has played a key role

in the re-building of Jewish cul-

tural, educational and religious in-

stitutions.

In this work JWB, as the nation

al association oi Jewish Commu-
nity Centers and YM-YWHAs,
was able to put at JDC's disposal

the know-how and experience it

had developed tor nearly two gen-

erations. One of the last achieve-

ments of Louis Kraft as executive

director of JWB was his leadership

in the organization of the World
Federation of YMHAs and Jewish

Community Centers. The forma-

tion ol this body in 1947, which

JWB as its American member,

gave great impetus to the growth

of Centers and youth clubs in

post-war Europe. JWB and
J
DC

were allies in the opening of the

major Center in Paris right after

the war. The director of this Cen-

ter was one of the first five Euro-

pean Center executives trained in

the United States in 1951-52 by

JWB and a number of American

Centers with the aid of a Ford

Foundation grant. Some of the

new Centers found the program

matic resources created by JWB
and funneled to Europe by the

World Federation a great help.

When Kraft retired from his

JWB post in 1947, after more
than 30 years as the architect of

the Jewish Community Center

movement in the United States, he

became associated with JDC in

Europe as its consultant in orga-

nizing Centers, camps and other

communal institutions in western

Europe. With funds provided by

the Claims Conference and under

the general administration of JDC,
Kraft devoted nearly ten years

to the program that brought into

being a new network of Centers,

schools, camps, old folks homes

and other Jewish communal insti-

tutions from Yugoslavia to Scan-

dinavia. Many of these institutions,

in France were a godsend when

Jewish refugees from North Airica

began pouring into France in the

late 1950s and early 1960s.

This JDC post-war reconstruc-

tion program and community re-

building mapped by Kraft and

sponsored by JDC were subse-

quently taken over by the Stand-

ing Conference on European Jew-

ish Community Services, a coor-

dicate, when one talks to their

representatives, that the Jews
were offered their own region in

Birobidjan, where they would

have enjoyed full local autonomy

with the right to have chosen

Yiddish — some diplomats even

say Hebrew — as their national

language, establish their own
schools, and so on.

To give national minority rights

to the Jews, dispersed all over Rus-

sia they argue, would mean that

they would have to give the same

rights to other minorities onlside

the boundaries of their territorial

concentration, such as, for in-

sance, the Ukrainians, Georgians,

Latvians, Lithuanians, who also

have minorities in places like

Moscow, Leningrad and so on.

One must admit that the disper-

sion of Jews in Russia and the lack

of any territorial concentration in

one part of the country makes

the Jewish problem more difficult.

However, first of all, this difficul-

ty cannot be a reason to condemn

a large and culturally most crea-

tive Jewish community to com-

plete disintegration and disappear-

ance as a distinct community and,

secondly, even in the Soviet sys-

tem, there are exceptions to the

rule of territorial concentration as

a condition for national rights.

There is one element in trying

to understand Soviet policy, which

is not easy to define and is ol a

more psychological character. In

a closed society like the Soviet Un-

ion, the character of the Jewish

community, being part and parcel

of an internationally dispersed

people, is something not always

understandable to the Russians,

and is a phenomenon which they

regard somehow with suspicion.

When I once asked a Russian

diplomat, why the Soviet diploma-

tic service has lately become free

of Jews, he told me quite frankly:

"We have learned from experience

that, when we send a first secretary,

let us say, to Rio de Janeiro, he

will immediately discover an uncle

in Sao Paulo, a cousin in Rio, and

so on, and we do not like this

state of affairs." Also, the fact that

the Soviet Union is generally un-

friendly to Israel and plays the

Arab card very effectively in her

Middle East policies, leads the

Russians to suspect at least those

Jews who want to maintain their

Jewish identity as being emotion-

ally and spiritually attached to Is-

rael which, in their eyes, belongs

to the Western camp.

Lo try to understand this and

other motives does not mean to

pardon or justify, or to accept So-

viet policy, because there is no

question that, from the point ol

view of the U. S. S. R.'s treatment

of the Jewish community as a dis-

tinct group, both religiously and

nationally, there is clear and spec-

tacular discrimination against So-

viet Jewry, which many Soviet dip-

lomats, when they talk frankly, do

not even deny.

To sum up the position, if this

policy continues unchanged for

many more years, it may sign if \

the death sentence for the second

largest Jewish community in the

world, not from the point of view

of physical annihilation or eco-

nomic destruction, but by en-

forced complete assimilation.

This state of affairs explains the

vital importance of the problem

for the Jewish world community.

Our generation lost six million

Jews by physical extermination in

the Nazi period and we cannot af-

ford to lose three million more by

spiritual disintegration. There-

fore, it is the foremost obligation

of the Jewish communities and

their international organizations

to raise the issue as we have been

doing for years, as an international

problem, and demand from the

Soviet Union that she apply the

principle to her policy with regard

to other religious and national mi-

norities also to the Jews.

This has nothing to do with

anti-Soviet propaganda or policies,

BROTHERHOOD

An old Chinese proverb proclaims that "all men are

brothers." This same concept, which is also implicit in the

religious faith and moral codes of Judaism and Christianity,

was expressed by Thomas Carlyle in these words: "A mystic

bond of brotherhood makes all men one."

Brotherhood Week is a time for pondering these state-

ments and for examining the nature and depth of our commit-
ment to that unity of mankind which is described with so

much feeling by John Donne:
".

. . . any man's death diminishes me.
because I am involved in

mankind; and therefore never

send to know for whom the bell

tolls; it tolls for thee."

The Old and New Testaments make it quite clear that

Yahweh, the one and only God of both Jews and Christians,

consistently demands of man that he answer in the affirmative

Cain's complaining question and that man shall indeed be his

brother's keeper. When any responsible number of men fail

in the discharge of this trust, many of their fellow-men, the

innocent as well as the guilty, suffer the woeful consequences.

Wars, devastation, famine, persecution, exploitation and a

long list of other sufferings which man has experienced over

the years are ample proof that, whether or not Divine retribu-

tion be the instrument of punishment, all mankind must pay
in grievous measure for the neglect by groups of wicked or

wilful men of the imperative of brotherhood.

One of the earliest expressions of the brotherhood of man
under the fatherhood of God is to be found in the Ten Com-
mandments, a body of law which is wholly concerned with

man's relationship to his God and his fellow-man. In the New
Testament the Christian restates these basic principles of

brotherhood in a variety of ways — for example, through the

first two words of the most familiar Christian prayer ("Our
Father" — that is, the father of us all): and through the parable

of the Good Samaritan and the accompanying command that

"Thou shalt love thy neighbor as thyself."

Why then have we, who profess to be the inheritors of

these spiritual, moral and ethical truths, failed so badly in our
efforts to apply these principles to our daily lives? Why are

anti-Semitism, anti-Catholicism, racial bigotry and exenopho-

bia still rampant in many parts of the land?

There are no ready and specfic answers to these agonizing

questions, and the exact reasons why the goal of genuine
brotherhood has not been achieved remain elusive. In general

terms it is accurate to say that the selfish instinct in man is one
of the principal obstacles to true brotherhood. Another such

obstacle is the unpleasant fact that we readily establish for our-

selves lofty written and verbal standards of belief and conduct

in the area of human relations, but we are reluctant or un-

willing to pay the price, in our daily lives, which is required

if brotherhood is to become a reality for mankind as a whole.

Specifically, what can we do to surmount both the ap-

parent and the underlying barriers to genuine brotherhood

and improved inter-group relations?

First, we can support with our money and our public

endorsement — but, more importantly, with our time and
effort — those organizations which have as their objective, in

whole or in part, the promotion of the brotherhood of all men.
The National Conference of Christians and Jews, for example,

needs and would welcome more members and wider commun-
ity support and participation. The Conference has long prov-

ed that it is well qualified to direct and guide local, state and
national groups who are dedicated to the principles of brother-

hood.

Second, we can speak out promptly, firmly, and unequivo-

cally against the acts of lawlessness and the insidious threats

which always accompany campaigns of intimidation and fear

against minority racial, religious, and national origin groups.

And, as an important corollary to our activities in opposition

to hate organizations, we can insist that speedy and certain

legal punishment be meted out to those who, while engaging

in their cowardly practices of bigotry and intolerance, commit
crimes of violence against their fellow-men.

Third, we can teach our children — at home, in the

schools and churches and synagogues, and in a variety of

specially planned youth participation programs — to acknow-

ledge and respect the individual personalities and worth of

all men, regardless of race, creed or color. Thus, we may hope
that through our children a better life for all will gradually

evolve.

Despite our human frailty and our good intentions gone
astray, those of us who are engaged in the struggle must con-

tinue our efforts, guided and inspired by the hope — and, yes,

the belief — that mankind can someday achieve real dignity in

a human environment in which all men are truly brothers.

A COMMON-SENSE MOVE
Jewry throughout the world will welcome the recent

decision of B'nai B'rith to rejoin the National Community
Relations Council. The action, taken at the 121st annual meet-

ing of the B'nai B'rith Board of Governors, is still subject to

the approval of the Anti-Defamation League, but this appears

to be a mere formality in as much as the A.D.L. recommended
the move. Formal approval is expected when the A.D.I,. Com-
mission meets this month.

B'nai B'rith's withdrawal in 1952 arose from differences

that had erupted into a serious controversy in the Jewish
community. They grew out of a study by sociologist Robert
I. Maclver proposing a division of activities and responsibil-

ities among Jewish community relations agencies. When a

concerned.

The national observance of Brotherhood Week, sponsored annually

by the National Conference of Christians and Jews is one very brief

week in an entire year, in which all Americans are called on to renew

their religious commitments and rededicate their lives to our democratic

heritage of freedom and equality for all.

This limitation must not, however, conceal the fact that both

brotherhood and democracy are continuing practices. They only have

validity when carried on throughout every week in every year.

It is for this reason that the theme for Brotherhood Week 1965 is:

"BROTHERHOOD - DEMOCRACY AT WORK." It suggests a twin

idea: that brotherhood in action equals democracy; and democracy in

action means brotherhood.

Nationally and internationally, Americans are faced in greater or

lesser degree with the problem of diversity; people of different racial,

religious and cultural backgrounds who must learn to live together in

peace and justice. Continuing "Action" and "Work" toward the accom-

plishment of these goals is the only fulfillment of both universal

brotherhood and democracy.

There are many constructive forces at work. In the realm of

religion, we are witnessing great and continuing strides toward reassess-

ment of attitudes among all religions and their relationship to one

another. The whole ecumenical spirit and the work of the Vatican

Council are indeed prime examples of a reawakening and acknowledge-

ment of plurality in our society.

Still another vital spirit — A Program For America — calls for equal

opportunity for all our citizens and the elimination of poverty. The
machinery to resolve these difficult political and social problems has

been provided by law and democratic action. Now it becomes the job

and duty of every American to help make this program a reality.

This is the challenge of Brotherhood Week 1965. It is a clear call

to Americans to join with one another and to work together in a

renewed sense of confidence and faith in our religious and national

heritage. Such rededication and personal commitment to these objec-

tives will gain us a new and most meaningful freedom — a freedom,

from ialse prejudice, unfounded fear and destructive hatred.

MAMA'S BREAD
I must begin by thanking Mr.

Harry Polakow for this column.

Mr. Polakow is of Port Elizabeth,

.South Africa. I found him the

other day in the Southern Africa

Jewish Times of Johannesburg.

This Jewish Times carried a

Jong letter from Mr. Polakow,

the headline on which lead:

"Where Is The Bread Which
Mama Used to Bake?"

Yes, the same question often

comes to my heart in the moments

when it wanders fondly back to

remote Fridays when I was so

young . . . when Mama was baking

bread for Shabbos. It was a re-

verential dedication for her and a

sacred treat for my young nostrils

and stomach.

In that time the baking of Shab-

bos bread in the house was a sanc-

tified duty, like bringing the chil-

dren up to righteousness, like Pa-

pa binding his head and arm with

the t'fillim each morning.

In those times Mama knew not

a thing about canasta or mah
jongg; her pleasure was all in

keeping the household so Jewish.

On Friday she was up as early as

Papa with his t'fillim and his

prayers of the morning. She had

lo be starting the Shabbos bread

as well as the gefillte fish.

As I remember, there was always

a prayer on her whispering lips

as she spread the flour for the

dough. (Yes, that brought my
young mind to the concept that

there must be something most

holy in bread. To this day I con-

sume each piece of bread set be-

fore me; it mustn't be allowed into

desecration of the garbage inci-

nerator. I let some of the meat on
the plate go that way, but never a

crumb of the bread.)

Came the moment when Mama
was through with preparing the

Shabbos loaves for the coal stove

. . . high, dignified-looking heaps

of dough which Mama carried

reverently to the stove . . . like

Papa carrying the scroll of the To-

rah whenever that honor came to

him in shul.

Well, I saw Mama's Shabbos

loaves in gold-looking glory later

when I was coming home from

school on those memorable Fri-

days. I could smell their divine

fragrance some distance away

from our house. Mama had placed

them on the window sill to cool

off toward the Shabbos supper-

time.

Oh, how holy they looked on the

Shabbos table! Papa raised the

knife ceremoniously to cut the

loaf ... to thank God for it . . .

"Blessed be the Name of the Lord

for the bread of the earth." I re-

call some more words Papa said

over Mama's bread: "Let us inhe-

rit forever Thy holy Sabbath in

love and delight, that all who
sanctify Thy name may rest there-

on. Praised art Thon God who

sanctifiest the Sabbath."

This Mr. Polakow of Port Eli-

zabeth, South Africa, carries simi-

lar happy memories of his own

mama's bread. He is lam^niing

that in South Africa . . . as in the

United States . . . few mamas

make their own bread in these

times.

Yes, so many mamas have to be

at canasta or mah jongg today . . .

little time left to bake their own

bread! I myself am not scolding

today's mamas for this; let them

have their fun in today's ways.

But there was the high pleasure of

my own mama who looked so

saintly as she bore her Sabbath

loaves to the stove.

Today, the mamas go to the

grocery stores for bread ... all

kinds of bread there . . - bread

without calories, bread full of

proteins, instead. It seems the

same kind of new bread is also

hauntine: South Africa and Mr.

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American Notables

GOV. DAVID EMANUEL
OF GEORGIA

By Harry Simonhoff

A name will not always denote

whether its bearer is Jew or Chris-

tian. The Puritans were fond of

using names out of the Old Tes-

tament. David and Emanuel are

surely good Hebrew names, direct

from the Bible. But so is Israel

Israel, who was a Philadelphia

Episcopalian of Anglo-Saxon line-

age.

The sixth Governor of Georgia

called himself David Emanuel.

The evidence is by no means over-

whelming that he was of Jewish

birth. But one thing is significant,

if not conclusive. In the long

line of Georgia's Chief Executives,

from Oglethorpe to Talmadge,

the tradition clings only to David

Emanuel that he was Jewish.

Some historians admit it. Oth-

ers are content with referring to

him as a Presbyterian, which in

itself does not rule out the possi-

bility of birth in another faith.

The American Jewish Historical

Society became interested and

its curator, the lawyer-historian

Leon Huhner, investigated his

background. He quotes a letter

from Abraham Minis, of the old

Jewish family that came over in

the second or third immigrant

boat to Savannah, Georgia. He
states unequivocally that nor only

was the governor a Jew but the

lady he married was a Jewess. The
strongest evidence comes from

Judge H. D. D. Twiggs of Savan-

nah, whose ancestor, General

John Twiggs of Revolutionary

fame married the sister of David

Emanuel. With the authority de-

rived from family traditions, the

judge writes: "I do not know
where Governor David Emanuel

came from. I only know that, be-

yond a doubt, he was a Jew."

From the best accounts avail-

able, David Emanuel was born in

Pennsylvania, either in 1742 or

1744. He wandered south as far

as Georgia and in his 25th year

settled permanently in Burke

County. We do not know the ex-

tent ol his education, but he held

the position of Justice of the

Peace five years alter his arrival.

Active in politics, he also became

active among the patriotic Colo-

nials intent upon throwing off

the yoke of Britain. In the Con-

tinental Army, he served as a

soldier, a scout, and on the Exe-

cutive Council.

Burke County became a battle

ground and fighting intensified

the bitterness between the Colo-

nials and the Red Coats, as the

British were called. But the bitter-

est vindictiveness raged between

the native Americans on both

sides ol the struggle. Emanuel

almost paid with his life because

of this animus.

While scouting, he was cap-

tured with two other patriots.

The Tories condemned their

three fellow Americans to death.

A large lire was kindled and the

three companions were stripped

of their clothes. Two of the pri-

soners were shot dead. A mulatto,

whose reward was the dead

scouts' clothes, fired at Emanuel

and missed. Quick as a flash of

lightning, Emanuel leaped over

the fire and made his escape in

the dark night. He jumped into

the neighboring swamp and sank

to his neck. The pursurers passed

him by several times, but in the

darkness could not detect his

head. After several hours he crept

out of the swamp and reached the

army headquarters of General

Twiggs.

This adventure evidently did

much to enhance his popularity,,

for in the same year, with the

war still on, he was chosen as

magistrate by the General Assem-

bly. In January of the following

year, he was appointed Justice for

Burke County and in 1783 elected

to the State Legislature.

hack in 1954, when the first

scholarship competition of the

Americarlsrael Cultural Founda-

tion was held in Israel, Daniel

Barenboim, a lanky, 11-year old

pianist, walked off with the first

prize.

During the intervening eight

years, Barenboim has become a

world acclaimed concert artist. He
made his New York concert debut

in Carnegie Hall at 14, playing

under the baton of Leopold Sto-

Kowski. A year later, Howard
Taubman, music critic of the New
York Times, said of his Town Hall

recital: "Keep an eye and ear on

Daniel Barenboim." Claudia Cas-

sidy of the Chicago Tribune called

him "a consecrated musician of

unmistakable talent" and the Lon-

don Times said "he will be one of

the great musical interpreters of

the world."

A mature artist at nineteen, Ba-

renboim is now winding up a sec-

ond brilliantly successful tour of

the United States as part of the

cultural exchange program of the

America-Israel Cultural Founda-

tion, under the management of S.

Hurok. Highlight of the tour was

his New York appearance with

Alfred Wallenstein and the Sym-

phony of the Air. Along with Van

Cliborn, Igor Oistrakh, Isaac

Stern and Emil Gilels, he was one

of the soloists in the seven concert

Beethoven Cycle given at Carnege

Hall by this noted orchestra.

Daniel is one of the many gifted

young Israelis who are members

of the family of Foundation scho-

larship winners. Since 1954, the

Foundation has awarded some

1,000 scholarships in all fields

of artistic endeavor. To help the

talented young people of Israel

further their training either in

Israel or abroad the Foundation

has aided aspiring young tuba

players as well as budding young

poets.

Christians and Jews to greater

understanding of differences —
and utilization of similarities

for the common good.

Catholics are talking about their

Jewish heritage; church leaders

are damning anti-Semitism as sin.

Christian clergymen, educators

and laymen are reexamining thj

lace of Judaism and are finding a

family resemblance in the features

— marks of common roots, com-

mon aspirations. And Jews are

taking a closer look at Christiani-

ty, are clarifying their own posi-

tion, are publicly discussing issues

without embarrassment, apology,

or compromise.

Doors once locked, once

knocked on timidly, are opening

wider and wider — and are swing-

ing out as well as in. Today Jews

and Christians are realistically

facing the fact of difference, can-

didly discussing points of abra-

sion, enthusiastically exchanging

ideas on all levels. Dialogue has

replaced speeches and old style

brotherhood meetings. A torrent

of unspoken words, dreams, hopes,

and cooperative ventures now flow

freely from what was once a log-

jam of mistrust and misunder-

standing.

"The Anti-Defamation League
co-sponsored a Catholic-Jewish

colloquium at Loyola University,"

a newspaper report begins — or at

Assumption College, St. John

Vianney Seminary, Trinity Col-

lege, Creighton University, and

countless other Catholic institu-

tions.

There is a movement toward uni-

ty—not theological unity, but uni-

ty as people, as members of one

American society working to-

gether to find solutions to mutual

problems and mutual concerns.

fore that unity can be reached

there must be an airing o! the

tragic past and its bitter memories.

"We are here to bury prejudice,

suspicion and mistrust,' said Bi-

shop Ernest L. Unterkocf ler,

speaking at a meeting of 100 Ca-

tholic and Jewish leaders in Rich-

mond, Va.

It wasn't too long ago that those

involved in "interfaith" affairs

found it almost impossible to se-

cure the participation of a priest

or Catholic layman. Today, there

are countless instances of coopera-

tion with the Catholic community.
Close contacts and genuine friend-

ships have been made with Catho-

lic hierarchy, colleges and univer-

sities, national organizations, and
the Catholic press.

According to Joseph Lichten,

director of ADL's department of

inter-cultural affairs, the changed

mood began even before Pope

John and the Ecumenical Council.

"In the past decade," he said,

"a new generation of priests and
lay leaders began to express inter-

est in learning more about Jews —
not from books, but from Jews

themselves."

Neighborhoods had changed,

the move to the suburbs brought

different groups closer together

and as they met as neighbors and

co-workers in all sorts of civic and

charitable works, they realized

except for superficialities, they

were strangers.

But it was Pope John who
crystallized the new era with his

stated purpose of opening "wider

and wider the Church's window
to the world." His repeated acts

in behalf of better understanding

between all faiths, his now famous

greeting to a Jewish group — "I

am Toseph your brother" — cap-

tured the imagination of all

faiths. When he called for an Ecu-

menical Council, he also appoint-

ed Augustin Cardinal Bea to head

a Secretariat for the Promotion of

Christian Unity, with a specific

mandate to submit to the Vatican

a resolution on the relationship of

the Church to the Jews.

Cardinal Bea's resolution, when

it came, denounced anti-Semitism

and placed blame for the cruci-

fixion on sinful mankind, rather

than on the Jews — past present,

and future.

"It would be impossible for the

Council to be quiet after the

holocaust of the war years," Cardi-

nal Bea said.

The Catholic Church has brok-

en its bonds of parochialism and

the action is having a tonic etfect

on the pace and content of interre-

ligious relationships generally.

The tone of Protestant- Jewish con-

ferences has changed.

"Protestants were our tradition-

al source of cooperation," Rabbi

Solomon S. Bernards, director of

ADL's department of interreli-

gious cooperation said. "But the

meetings were more for the record

than to the heart of essential prob-

lems. We were inclined to be de-

fensive, afraid, perhaps, ol hurt-

ing each other's feelings. Now we
are frank with each other."

Rabbi Bernard attributes the

change in part to the new attitude

of the Catholic church and to

common efforts of all faiths to re-

solve race relations problems.

Now that we have passed the

rigid stage, the "tolerance" stage,

the era of artificial sweetness and

light, what is being said in inter-

religious conferences?

"Our historic collision is the

consequence of defective under-

standing," the Jewish scholar Ar-

thur A. Cohen told a Protestant

Jewish colloquium at the univer-

sity of Chicago. It is the conse-

quence, he went on, of a "default

of mutuality, a refusal to ac-

knowledge that though the Father

may be One and solitary, that His

providence may be various and

complimenary."

"Men may live together without

sharing their religious beliefs,"

said Sister Joan, S.N.D., chairman

of the history department at Trin-

ity College. "But they cannot do so

without sharing anv b°li p<"s," she

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HILLEL IN NORTH CAROLINA

Rather than recapitulate pro-

gram events each month, occa-

sionally we like to regain our

perspective of the underlying

ideals and framework of Hillel

programming. The beginning of a

new semester is a particularly op

portune time to summarize our

concepts of Judaism as they appl;

to Hillel programming.

The prophet Micah, of course,

summarized Judaism in terms of

the maxim, "What doth the Lord

require of thee but to do justice,

to love mercy, and to walk hum-

bly with thy God." The perfor-

mance of just and righteous acts

leads the individual Jewish stu-

dent to become a full participant

in Jewish community life. The
definition of his belief in God,

which hopefully enables him to

walk humbly with God through-

out his mature life, leads to a

viable, lasting and satisfying be-

lief or faith structure. Thirdly,

as the individual student, in his

maturation and development,

comes to appreciate the dimen-

sions of a belief in a compassion-

ate God, he takes on new behavior

patterns that identify him as a

significant member of the evolv-

ing Jewish community. And so,

we might say, that he takes on a

new sense of belonging to the

Jewish community, that is the

source of pride and satisfaction

in Jewish life.

Perhaps for these reasons,

more than one Jewish writer has

said that the three-fold goal of

a program of Jewish life should

be to promote belonging, becom-

ing and believing.

In short, then Hillel strives to

develop the committed Jew, one

who feels a keen sense of loyalty

and belonging to the Jewish

community, one who has a deep

and abiding faith and belief in

his tradition, and someone who is

anxious to play his role in helping

the Jewish community become

that which it might potentially

become, the true voice of spiritual

conscience among mankind.

The various elements of our

Hillel program combine toward

achieving these ends. Where we

begin depends upon our orienta-

i ion to the individual student,

his needs and aspirations. At

times the most vexing question,

the question most close to home

lor the individual student, is how

he can believe in a righteous God
in a world with so many apparent

contradictions and rapid techno-

logical charge. For another stud-

ent may accept the faith of Ju-

daism in its essential ethical form,

but question the need for becom-

ing a loyal, identified part oi the

Jewish community. Another stu-

dent may believe in the Jewish

faith and want to become identi-

fied with the Jewish people, but

this faith and identification for

him may be on an abstract level,

and he may not see the concrete

ways in which he can give expres-

sion to his faith in terms of those

behavior patterns that identify the

responsible member of the Jewish

community.

Accordingly, we vary our ap-

proach and begin with the stu-

dent where he is, allowing him to

define his own quest. Several

guiding principles are constantly

before us. We have an image in

our mind of the "ideal Hillel

graduate." He is someone who

believes in the God of Israel and

the God of mankind, a power not

ourselves, a supreme God making

for righteousness and ethical co-

operation, a God to whom we

may pray, to whom we may turn

for inspiration and edificarion.

We have an image of a Hillel stu-

dent anxious to read Jewish

books, possess Jewish art objects,

beautify his home with Jewish

ritual and festival observances.

We have an image of a Hillel

graduate who will be imbued with

the spirit of "gemilut chasadam".

the performance of acts of ethical
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meaning and import in his com-

munity.

Often I feel, any specific Hillel

program may be analyzed in

terms of the components ol be-

longing, becoming and believing,

that any Hillel program should

combine aspects of clarifying our

belief, heightening our ethical

awareness, and deepening our

sense of belonging to the Jewish

community. Let us take, for ex-

ample, Hillel Sabbath Evening

Service. Through the prayers and

the songs and the responses, the

warm aura of Sabbath peaceful-

ness and beauty, we attempt to

inspire belief in the God who
created the Sabbath and imbued

his people with a sense of their

spirit and their soul's dignity.

Through group participation in

Sabbath worship and Oneg Shab-

bat, we strive to heighten the

sense of belonging to the Jewish

community, and we hope, finally,

that the student will become more

aware of the ethical meaning of

the Sabbath in his own life, of

its challenge to him to perfec t his

own behavior in the image of

God, and to work for the ame-

lioration of those social injustices

which obstruct the full flowing of

man's innate dignity.

When a student attends a Hillel

Seminar or study group or class in

Jewish teachings, a similar process

takes place. There is always a

primary purpose and there are

secondary purposes to each Hillel

function. The primary purpose of

the class or seminar is educational,

or instruction in the essentials

of Jewish faith. We would say

then that the goal is to stimulate

new awarenesses of the meaning

of Jewish belief and Jewish ob-

servance. However, as the indivi-

dual student finds satisfying ans-

wers to vexing doubts, in the

course of studying Jewish litera-

ture and history, he takes on more

of an emotional affiliation and

identification with Jewish life.

He feels more of a sense ol be-

longing to a community that has

raised the serious questions about

the meaning of life and the worth

of the individual. Also, in the

Jewish tradition, study never stood

by itself. It was always combined

with action and was to lead to

proper ethical conduct. Within

a study group we draw the impli-

cations of the intellectual posi-

tion of Judaism for the ethical

and somehow try to transmit to

the individual student the corre-

lation between the ideals and his

conduct. If we are successful, then

the study group program has op-

erated on still a third level. It has

heightened the desire to do jus-

tice and to help the individual

become more of an ethical human
being. In this way the study group

program, similar to the Friday

evening service, combines the

three-fold elements that underly

Hillel's purposes.

The ultimate objective con-

stantly before us is to build the

vibrant Jewish community of to-

morrow. We look to the future

and we feel that in Hillel we

have the crucial task to prepare

Jewish leaders and Jewish parents

for the next generation and for

the time to come. We work with

the Jewish students at that cru-

cial stage in their development

when deep questions are being

raised and where faith has 10 be

redefined in the crucible ol new

experiences and new knowledges.

If we are successful in touching

the student's life at this ciucial

juncture in his development, then

we will sustain and reinforce those

characteristics of his personality

and his religious outlook that

will enable him to take a creative

place in the Jewish communit\

and synagogue and home, which

he will help build in the future.

For these reasons, I believe Hillel

is fulfilling a paramount function

in American Jewish life, nowhere

else to be duplicated. It is perhaps

the most essential function of Jew-

ish education today, certainly of

adult Jewish education. We are
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constantly hopeful that increasing

numbers of our adult Jewish con-

stituents and members of our con-

gregations in communities in this

state and throughout the country

will adopt a heightened aware-

ness of the significance of our ac-

tivity and the crucial role we play

in the lives of our Jewish young

people. ,

FROM A REPORTER'S NOTEBOOK

PARIS — Every reporter has his

ear tuned to pick up good quotes.

Individually, the remarks might

not make a good story, but they do

contribute color to any article.

And often a few words from the

"man in the street" can pinpoint

the mood, background, opinion's

and concise definition of what is

happening in the country the

journalist is visiting.

Sometimes the comments I

heard on my latest swing through

Europe were routine; sometimes

shocking.

Take, for example, an intelli-

gent, Portuguese teacher who
asked: "Franklin Roosevelt, the

President. Wasn't he a Jew?"

Few in Europe believe that Lee

Harvey Oswald was alone when he

allegedly assassinated President

John F. Kennedy. There was a

conspiracy of the Left or the

Right, depending on your own
political thinking.

But from the same Portuguese

teacher: "My friend who studied

political science has advanced the

theory, well, that, after all, Presi-

dent Johnson was the only one to

benefit from the assassination."

What do Europeans think of

the late President? One example

will give you a clue: "He was the

greatest President America ever

had." said a French businessman

in Marseilles.

In Spain, there are about 5,000

Jews in a total population of 29

million persons. A Spanish Jew

tells you: "We are trying to main-

tain Jewish life on a small island

in a fiercely Catholic sea."

And a foreign correspondent

based in Madrid adds: "The Jew-

ish people in Spain are sale as

long as they don't rock the boat."

In a cage in Madrid's Avenida

Jose Antonio (The Grand Via) an

Israeli vacationing in Spain ob-

serves: "I don't knoAv, the boys in

Israel tell me: 'Why go to Spain.

It's a fascist country!' But I sav,

in Spain the people don't push;

they live. For me there is no fas-

cism here. I'm not a politician. I

just look at the people and they

are happy."

A South African working in

Madrid reads the American news-

papers and declares: "If Goldwa-

ter is elected, I'm going to a South

Sea island."

"Will Goldwater win the elec-

tion?" was the most popular ques-

tion asked in France this summer.

"Besides the bull fights, popular

pastime in Madrid are win-

dow shopping and watching pretty

girls," said an American living in

the capital city.

In Algiers, an Arab who fought

in the F. L. N. describes President

Ben Bella thusly: "He's like a cer-

tain kind of driver at the wheel

of a car. He's holding on tight,

but he can't steer."

When interviewing Jewish com-

munity leaders in Eurpoe, some

will disclose: "There's no anti-

Semitism here.' From their ad-

ditional comments and observa-

tions, I got the impression that

the only place anti-Smitism exists

is in the United States.

An Algerian Jew, now living in

France, comments that "every

young Frenchman wants to go to

America." And some Frenchmen

sing the words to the West Side

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Jewish publishing houses, pri-

marily those sponsored by the

congregational movements, often

issue children's books. Many of

them are narratives. Some deal

with the holidays. They are illus-

trated and are intended to capture

the imagination of youngsters.

Non-Jewish publishers, too, on

occasions issue children's books of

general Jewish interest.

Macmillan Co. has a number of

such books to its current credit. It

is especially proud of its "This

is .... " series by M. Sasek, who
tells a story well, illustrates it

splendidly, and whose latest,

"This is Israel" deserves special

attention.

It is a good book, and has spe-

cial merit in the fact that it covers

the entire Israeli scene — includ-

ing in it all faiths and indicating

that it is a Holy Land for all. The
emphasis is, of course, on Israel.

It has its shortcomings. Yet even

though it is not new, the resort to

biblical quotations is meritorious.

Thus, he describes Mount Zion,

quoting Psalm 48:2, as "beautiful

for situation, the joy of the whole

earth."

He commences with the affir-

mation that Israel is "the land of

the Bible and then quotes Num-
bers 13:18: "And see the land,

what it is, and the people that

dwelleth therein."

Sasek simplifies several terms,

defines "sabra" and then refers to

Isaiah 35:1: "The wilderness and

the solitary place shall be glad for

them: and the desert shall rejoice,

and blossom ..."

He invites the reader to go on

"the tour" of Israel with him by

quoting "and see the land ..."

Commencing with "Shalom,

Israel!" he at once gives tone to

his story and then he proceeds to

view the land as he sees it — the

Jews, the Christians, the Moslems.

M.Sasek is an expert at this type

of travelogue. His "This is San

Francisco" is excellent. So are his

stories of the cities, European and

American. But "This is New
York" falls short of totalit). He
goes into many areas, but the

Jewish quarter is disposed of

with a photo of a store with a

"basar kasher" sign and over it

the explanation — "Yiddish" —
in the section in which he tells of

the many languages spoken in the

metropolis.

By taking into account the more
than two million Jews in New
York — some of their institutions

and historic sites — and by quot-

ing from Emma Lazarus' "The
Great Colossus" in reference to the

Statue of Liberty, he could have

done so much better with an

otherwise splendid story.

Macmillan Co.. also has issued

another interesting book that has

an appeal to Jewish readers is

"The Shepherd Psalm" by Maud
Petersham.

This is a story about King Da-

vid. It has a number of the able

author's fine illustrations and sev-

eral appropriate quotations from

David Psalms. It is the shepherd

king, the son of Jesse, who is the

hero and Jerusalem is the back-

ground. The author, who has

written a number of books on

Biblical themes, knows the

Psalms, as is indicated by the va-

riety of the references, such as —
"Thy rod and thy staff they

comfort" me ... or when she

speaks of "Thou anointest my
head with oil, my cup runneth

over"; and then turns to another

Psalm to quote:

"Thou preparest a table before

me in the presence of mine ene-

mies ..."

There are other quotes, includ-

ing, in its totality, Psalm XXIII:

"The Lord is my shepherd! I

shall not want ..."

Maud Petersham's "The Shep-

herd Psalm" is very well deline-

ated and ably illustrated.

Take note also of another chil-

dren't book issued by Macmillan

— "The Three-seated Space Ship"

by Louis Slobodkin." Young peo-

.Slobodkin's established record

for outstanding humorous narra-

tives for young people is in evi-

dence in this story about Marty
and Eddy, their adventures in

space, their encounters with dino-

saurs. The two New York young-

sters in the story have their fun —
and it passes on to the readers who
will love Slobodkin's humor.

Macmillan's list boasts of many-

children's tales - including new
illustrated editions of Grimm
Brothers and Oscar Wilde Fairy

Tales.

Topping the Maunillan book

list, however, is "The Epic of the

Maccabees, by Valerie Mindlin

and Gaalyahu Cornfeld. The lat-

ter is already widely known for

his works on biblical history.

The Mindlin-Cornleld book is

such a splendid historical account

of the Maccabaean story, it is such

an excellent compiled account of

the data relating to Hanukah, that

the book merits the interest of

young and old.

The two authors have gone

back into history, have taken into

account the Books of the Macca-

bees from which thy quote fre-

quently and they reach significant

conclusions about the Maccabees,

such as: "Their fight consolidated

Judaism and made possible all

the later developments of Jewish

and European history. Without

the stand of the Maccabees and

the Hassidim, the Jewish religion

would never have arisen in the

manner that it did and the whole

history of Western European civi-

lization would have been altered."

Indeed, "The Epic of the Mac-

cabees" is a great and authentic

account. It is a genuine contribu-

tion to the literature about Hanu-

kah.

Thus we have an interesting

compilation of children's books

that enhance the juvenile libra-

ries. The}- encourage greater ef-

forts in this field and should en-

courage Jewish authors and pub
fishing houses similarly to enter

into the arena of producing chil-

dren's narratives — historical and

otherwise.

Arms For Israel

Arrangements under which West

Germany is to deliver $80,000,000

in modern weapons to Israel over

a period of sixteen months have

been in full swing since last Octo-

ber, according to informed sources

who said that the program, in co-

operation with other European

countries, was undertaken in rec-

ognition that the West German
government has a moral obligation

to contribute to the security ot Is-

rael.

The reported development has

not yet been officially confirmed,

but it is believed the program en-

visages shipment of submarines,

anti-aircraft artillery, helicopters

and American-made tanks. The
American tanks were brought b\

Germany for cash and do not re-

quire American consent for re-ex-

port.

Joseph Meyerhofi", ci airman 01 ihe
board of governors of the Israel
Education Fund, has announced the
gift of a grant of $100,000 presented
by the Rena and Walter Burke Foun-
dation of Pittsburgh, to be employed
fov teacher-training scholarships in
Israel.
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For a decade the Arab states

have discriminated against Ameri-

can citizens ol the Jewish faith.

They boycott firms owned, con-

trolled or managed by American

Jews. They blacklist American

vessels which call at Israeli ports

Egypt closes the Suez canal to

ships carrying cargoes to any part

in Israel, contrary to international

law. Saudi Arabia excludes Jewish

soldiers wearing the Ameiican

uniform.

These policies practiced quite

openly with the consent of our

State Department should be

stopped, and the time is ripe for

action. The precedent for such a

course has been established in

1911 when the U. S. A. abrogated

its treaty with Czarist Russia, as

appears in the following:

In 1832 the U. S. A. and the

Czar of Russia negotiated a treaty

of commerce, which provided that

"the inhabitants of their respec-

tive states shall mutually have

liberty to enter the ports, places

and rive-rs of the territroy of

each party . . . shall be at lib-

erty to sojourn and reside ir> all

parts whatsoever of said territo

ries." For about three decades

little happened to disturb the re-

lations between the two govern

ments. There were very few Rus-

sian Jews entering or living in the

U. S. A. After 1865 incidents began

to multiply and by 1880 the Sec-

retary of State, James G. Blaine,

dispatched a masterly protest

against the discriminations prac-

ticed against American Jews by

the Russian government.

For 40 years each administra-

tion tried to induce the Czar to

permit American Jew^s to visit Rus-

sia. But they failed. And no won-

der since some of the ambassadors

themselves had imbibed the ve-

nom of the Black Hundreds. Jews

in the U. S. A. were becoming res-

tive. By 1910 the population of

American Jews born in Russia

and their descendents exceeded a

million souls. But the Taft ad-

ministration was dragging its feet.

On January 19th, 1911, Louis

Marshall, the most effective Jew-

ish leader ever to arise in the U.

S. A., delivered a powerful address

before the Convention ot the Un-
ion oi American Hebrew Congre-

gation. He called for the complete

abrogation of every existing trea-

ty between the U. S. and Russia.

A copy of this speech was sent to

President Taft.

More and more Americans
were becoming aroused over the

contemptuous attitude of Russia

towards her treatv obligations.

Speeches in and out of Congress

called for action. On receiving

the Marshall address and the reso-

lution of the Convention William
H. Taft decided it was time to

halt the anti-Russian tide. On
February 15, 1911, he invited some
outstanding Jewish leaders to the

White House. In a book, Louis

.Marshall, Champion ol Liberty,

Vol. 1 pages 78-87, the great leader

gives a full account of the lunch-

eon and the discussions that fol-

lowed. The President read his

prepared statement on the pass-

port question. Some of the ex-

cerpts are:

"What I wish to invite your at-

tention to is that this relation be-

tween the United States and Rus-

sia is . . .of fifty years standing. It

is a relation under which propertv

rights have ben acquired, invest-

ments have been made . . . The
business with Russia amounts . . .

to about $100,000,000 ... If this

treaty were renounced they wrould

be completely subject to the con-

trol of Russian tribunals, influ-

enced as they are largely by execu-

tive policy ... if we denounce the

treaty . . . we shall imperil a good

many interests which it is our du-

ty to preserve . . . How much
would this affect the Russian Jews

. . . wouldn't we be imperiling

those people ... by ranging our-

selves in hostility to Russia."

"In the discussion that followed

Marshall stated: "We did not be-

lieve that the American people

would permit private business in-

terests to count as against the

principle that all American citi-

zens were equal and were to be

free from all discrimination . . .

News of a remarkable historical

discovery, the reconstruction of a

mysterious manuscript on magic

compiled by the early practition-

ers in necromancy, which has sup-

plied the formulae for charms and
spells used by magicians and

witches thoughout the centuries,

has been released by The Jewish

Seminary of America.

This magical sourcebook was

written by an unknown Gnostic

sect that lived in the second cen-

tury of the current era. They
vanished leaving virtually no his-

torical traces: their 'textbook',

known as the Book of Secrets, dis-

appeared from man's knowledge,

it is believed, after the eighth cen-

tury.

The recovery of the lost Book
of Secrets — one of the most fasci-

nating documents of antiquity —
is revealed in a report on a recent

research achievement of Doctor

Mordecai Margalioth, Professor of

Midrashic and Geonic Literature

at The Jewish Theological Semi-

nary of America in New York. It

is a report unexpectedly weighted

with drama and suspense. It tra-

ces the brilliant feat of scholarly

sleuthing that has finally suc-

ceeded in unraveling a mystery

over a thousand years old.

What was literally a sealed

book for so many centuries now
lies before us, its parchment pages

illuminating shadowy areas in the

history of man. Far-reaching in its

significance, the text of Sefar ha-

Razim ("Hebrew: The Book of

Secrets), has provided scholars

with the key to puzzling passages

in the early writings. It has

brought to light relationships un-

known and unsuspected existing

between the Hebrew, Greek and

Egyptian peoples of antiquitv.

Few historians believed that the

Book of Secrets had ever really

existed. Scattered references to

this "evil" manuscript occur in

medieval writings, but these were

generally dismissed as mere echoes

of a lingering primeval myth.

However, a few years ago, Dr.

Margalioth, while engaged in re-

search on the Cairo Genizah, a

cache of centuries-old literature

discovered in Egypt in 1896 and

still largely unidentified, chanced

upon fragments which he was con-

vinced were part of the original

text of the nebulous necroman-

cers' manual. And thereupon be-

gan a search so strange and so

exciting that the cold facts read

not like a research report, but

a narrative compiled by, perhaps,

Conan Doyle, Rider Haggard and

Ian Fleming, working all three in

collaboration . . .

One by one, the secrets were

wrested from the Book of Secrets,

long hidden irom the knowledge

of man. It has been established

that this text, written in the year

189 of the current era, served as a

primer for practitioners of magic

in the centuries that followed, and

that this was their sourcebook for

magical practices and pseuo-pre-

scriptions.

The magical manual contains

a detailed inventory of spells and

incantations that provide for a

wide range of needs and many
contingencies: there are prescrip-

tions for talismans, amulets and

charms; formulae for warding off

one's enemies, for rendering ones

foe invisible, for ensuring good

health, fortune and the conception

of children — even for successful

courtship. "If thou wouldst induce

a damsel to love thee . .
." com-

mences one such prescription,

which proceeds to elaborate the

recommended formulae of the

day!

The manuscript that i s the

cause of so much excitement and

elation in the Seminary has pro-

vided scholars with one of the

first opportunities for close study

of the magical rites and practices,

as they were prescribed by the

masters of old — never before has

such an authoritative "book of

rules" come to light. It unfolds a

fascinating record of the supersti-

tions and the sorcery, the terrors

and the taboos that dwelled in

the minds of men from earliest

times — relics of which may still

lurk in the world today.

Yet there are aspects of even

greater significance than the in-

trinsic interest of the magical

manual itself. With its reappear-

ance, scholars have gained a rare

insight on the authors. Very little

policy, and the sojourn of Israel

was for their own benefit, to en-

able the land to be prosperous and

fruitful.

The Exodus of the children of

Israel from Egypt is generally

read on the Sabbath of the week
during which Tu B'Shevat, the

New Year of Trees, is celebrated.

This coincidence makes one of

the many beautiful Midrashim in

which the Rabbis express their

love for trees, especially interest-

ing.

Although the forty years wan-

dering of the children of Israel

in the wilderness is explicitly sta

ted to have a condign punish-

ment visited upon them because

of their lack of faith in the inci-

dent of the Twelve Spies, the Mid-

rash in Kohelet Rabba states:

"The children of Israel deserved

to enter into the Promised Land

immediately after their Exodus

from Egypt. Why then were they

delayed in the wilderness for 40

years? Because the trees in Israel

were ancient and gnarled, dating

back to the time of Noah. Where-

upon the Holy One Blessed Be

He said: Will I bring them into

an unproductive land? I will cause

them to wander in the wilderness

for forty years to give the Canaan-

ites time to uproot the old trees

and plant new ones."

But what was the stimulus be-

hind this proposed action of the

Canaanites? The answer to this

question is provided by the Mid-

rash in reference to the portion

of Beshalach — "When the Ca-

naanites heard that Israel was en-

tering the land, they cut down all

the trees . . . whereupon the Hol\

One Blessed Be He said, 1 did

promise their ancestor Abraham

to bring them into a good and

fruitful land. I will delay their

entry for forty years in order to

afford the Canaanites an oppor-

tunity of repairing the damage

which they have wrought."

This is surely the earliest ref-

erence to the practice today

known as the "scorched earth"
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It is this way that the Rabbis

try to teach us that a land without

young and fruitful trees is a bar-

ren, ruined land.

There is another lesson which

they teach us in a similar manner.

The Talmud tells the story of

Onias the Circle-Drawer (Onias

HaMeagel), the miracle worker of

the first pre-Christian century. He
regarded the verses of the Psalm-

ist, "When the Lord returned the

captivity of the children of Israel,

we were as those who dream." to

mean that during the seventy

years of Exile in Babylon, the

Jews were in a dream; and he

asked himself, how is it possible

for human beings to sleep for

seventy years? And then one day

he saw an old man planting a

carbo tree. He asked him when

this sapling would ultimately bear

fruit, and he was told, "after 70

years." "Are you sure that you

will live for seventy years to en-

joy the fruit thereof?" he asked;

and the man answered, "I found

Carob trees bearing fruit when

I was born. Just as my ancestors

planted trees whose fruits I enjoy,

so I plant that my descendents

shall have the benefit of them."

(Ta'anit 23a)

Thus it was that the Rabbis im-

planted — and the word is surely

appropriate in this context — in-

to the hearts of the people the su-

preme importance of trees for

the economy and the future of a

country. What are these lessons

which emerge from these stories

which are of such vital im-

portance to us today? In the first

place there is the message of

hope and confidence in the fu-

ture of the country. One does not

plant trees unless one is certain

that one is going to remain in

the country. And he who traver-

ses these vast areas which have

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The New Profile of Milifary Personnel
By David M. Eichhorn

During the past decade, the

character of the American military

establishment has undergone dras-

tic changes which have resulted in

equally drastic changes in the

character of its personnel. With
respect to Jewish personnel, the

type of Jewish individual and the

nature of the organized Jewish

groups within the military are no

longer as they once were.

Those who served or worked

with military personnel during

World War II or in the Korean

conflict will remember the typi-

cal Jewish soldier as being in his

teens or early twenties, and faced

with manifold problems — not

least among them, loneliness and

homesickness. If he was married,

he was not likely to have his fami-

ly with him and thus bore the

burden of separation not only

from parents, brothers and sisters,

but from wife and children as

well. But these generalizations of

the 1940's and early 1950's are no

longer valid.

Today's soldier is not as he was,

because today's military situation

and today's military problems are

not what they were in the davs of

World War II and Korea.

We are not engaged in a full-

scale military struggle; neither are

we as yet at peace. We are still

technically at war with the Chi-

nese Communists. Continual Ame-

rican aerial reconnaissance, ad-

mitted or not, is being carried out

in every part of the world, over

territory held by actual or poten-

tial enemies of the United States.

The American public has not yet

awakened to the reality of our

heavy military commitment in

Viet Nam — indeed, in all of

Southeast Asia — or the extent to

which our national interests are

involved in the struggle going on
there.

At the same time, we are not

engaged currently in any shooting

war on a massive, all-out scale.

The present conflicts are small-

scale affairs in which our soldiers

get killed by ones, twos or threes,

instead of by the hundreds and

thousands. Nonetheless, as long as

the possibility of massive warfare

exists, our Armed Forces must pre-

pare themselves for such a ghastly

eventuality. And such a possibility

does very definitely continue to

exist, although world tensions may
seem to have relaxed somewhat

in the last few years.

The new kind of warfare for

which we must prepare is not the

conventional type of field war

between trained masses of men
that was the pattern in World
War II and in Korea. The next

all-out war and God grant that

it may never come, would involve

the entire world's population, both

civilian and military. There would
be no front lines. Everybody

would be in it. Although we con-

tinue to believe in and to work

toward eventual universal under

standing and brotherhood, we
must continue to guard ourselves

and our dear ones, through sacri-

ficial outlays of money, time and
energy, against the threat posed

by such potential insanity.

To this end, men must be

trained to handle the weapons
that would be used should such a

disaster come upon us — hydrogen
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bombs, intercontinental missiles,

CBR (chemical, biological, and

radiological) elements, as well as

the counter weapons for destroy-

ing such bombs, missiles gasses,

germs, etc. These weapons and

counter-weapons are very compli-

cated machines. To handle such

ultra-modern equipment, mature,

stable, highly trained and highly

skilled personnel are required

As the military man has become

more and more of a specialist and

as his weapons have become more

and more complex, it has become

increasingly apparent that short-

termers, draftees, soldiers who
come in and go out of the service

after six months, or even after two

or three years, are of limited im-

portance in the military.

There will continue to be a

need for soldiers trained in con-

ventional ground, air and sea

warfare for employment in the

brush-fire wars which are ver)

likely to break out from time to

time. Also, in the kind of unan-

nounced pushbutton war to which

we may be exposed, that portion

of our male population which has

received some military training

may help to stiffen the backbone

-of the community if and when sud-

den disaster befalls it. However,

these are not the men who will be

of the greatest importance in the

big all-out war. The really impor-

tant soldiers then will be the ma-

ture, highly trained, highly skilled

personnel who have been men-

tioned. The strongest possible el-

fort is being made to induce this

type of person to enter mil i tars

service and to remain in it as a

permanent career. Substantial

-sums of tax money are being spent

on the education of such men and

on the pay and fringe benefits

offered to them in order to keep

them permanently available lor

military use.

The day when the illiterate or

the indifferent or the laz\ ne'er

do-well could find a home for

himself in the Army or the Nav)

is over. Standards of education,

proficiency and behavior are con-

stantly improving.

Because of the improved quality

and status of the professional sol-

dier, more and more Jews are en-

tering the military as a profession-

al career. Only a small percentage

of the current generation of Jew-

ish servicemen are teenagers. The

majority of those who come in for

the six-month program or who

are drafted are in their twenty's.

While many of the Jewish career

officers are found in professional

fields in which Jews are promi-

nent, such as the medical, dental,

and legal, Jewish officers are also

to be found in many other areas of

work requiring specialized scien-

tific knowledge, such as physics,

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WONDERFUL COPENHAGEN
By Dov Peretz Elkins

The clean-cut ultra-modern me-

tropolitan capital of Denmark ap-

peared to this visitor wonderful

in more ways than Hans Christian

Andersen could have imagined.

My wife and i left our quarters

near the Hebrew University Cam-

pus at the end of last May, with

only four days to spare before 1

had to be in Philadelphia to begin

a summer study program. Copen-

hagen, I thought, "wonderful,

wonderful Copenhagen" would be

just the spot to spend those lour

days before returning to the Unit-

ed States after almost a year away

from home.

Immediately upon arrival we de-

cided on a plan of attack which

would make the most of the brief

time we had. We would devote

most of our time, aside from a few

hours at the world-famous Tivoli

Amusement Center and an even-

ing at the Royal Danish Ballet, to

a whirlwind tour of the Jewish

Community and its religious and

educational appurtenances.

The first call was to Dr. Rafael

Edelmann, Head Librarian of the

Judaica Section of the Royal Da-

nish Library. Dr. Edelmann was

kind enough to meet me at my
hotel and personally escort me to

the library and give me a grand

tour of his priceless collection on

Sunday, when the library is nor-

mally closed.

The large nucleus of the Jewish

book collection was the private

library of a former Chief Rabbi,

David Simonsen (1853-1932). This

donation, and several others, make

Copenhagen's Bibliotheca Judaica

one of the largest collections of

Jewish books in Europe. As he

lifted each hoary tome from its ap-

pointed place on the shelf, I

could see in his gentle touch, and

in the sparkle in his eye, the thrill

and pride he had in being curator

to such a priceless accumulation of

paper and parchment.

One of the most exciting projects

the Library is now engaged in is

the tracing and cataloguing of all

the Jewish books in European li-

braries, acting as the central bu-

reau of the "Association of Libra-

ries of Judaica and Hebraica in

Europe."

The second call I made upon

my arrival also bore rich fruit. It

was to a community-minded, Jew-

ishly dedicated, fur merchant,

who was one of the chief members

of Copenhagen Jewry's unofficial

welcoming committee to foreign

Jews. In synagogue the next day

I saw Mr. Levitan wearing a high

black hat, and formal tails, assist-

ing in the officiating of the Torah

Service. He spoke an impeccable

English, having spent several

years in the United States during

World War II, when he fought

with the Allies as a U. S. soldier

and attained U. S. citizenship. We
arranged to meet the following

day in synagogue, and afterwards

my wife and I would join him and

his family for Shabbat lunch at

his home.

The Great Synagogue is the cen-

ter of religious life for Copenha-

gen's — and therefore Denmark's —
6,500 Jews (all of whom live in the

capital). On the way to synagogue,

my wife and I somehow veered

from the correct path, but were

saved by the city's kosher butcher

who happened to be walking on

President, Jacob Schiff alone re-

frained from greeting the Presi-

dent. As we went down the stairs

he turned to me and said, 'This

means war, and authorized me to

draw on him to the extent of

$25,000 for a fund to carry on a

campaign to bring about the abro-

gation of the treaty . . . Mr. Bett-

man turned to me and said, 'Wir

sind in Golus.'"

Ten months rolled by and the

President did nothing. He might

have felt repudiated by the 1910

election which gave control of

Congress to the Democrats. On
December 4, 1911, John C. Gar-

ner, Congressman from Texas and

later Vice-President under F. D.

R., introduced a resolution for

abrogating the treaty with Russia.

So did Representative William

Sulzer of New York. Next day

Senator Charles H. Culberson of

Texas introduced in the Senate

the resolution presented by Sul-

zer. On December 6th, a mass

meeting in Carnegie Hall presided

over by William G. McAdoo pre-

sented such top personalities as

Gov. Woodrow Wilson, Champ
Clark, William Randolph Hearst,

and a distinguished group of nota-

bles. They urged the passage of a

resolution to arbrogate the Russian

Treaty. It was adopted. Many such

meetings were held throughout the

country. The American people

were really stirred up.

Taft displayed the Republican

myopia of Herbert Hoover and

Dwight Eisenhower. He still

hoped to save the treaty. To defeat

the resolution he sent a message

on Decmber 7, 1911 to Congress

and stated, "I believe that the

Government of Russia is addres-

der the treaty." Such blindness in

the face of a government staging

pogroms and preparing the Men-

del Beilis case to prove that Jews

require the blood of a Christian

for their Passover ritual.

On December 13, 1911, the

Democratic House of Representa-

tives adopted the Sulzer Resolu-

tion 301 to 1. Now fat Billy Taft

descended to the tactics of a pea-

nut politician. If the treaty must

be terminated why not grab the

credit for himself, especially since

1912 would be the election year

for President. It woud be a good

gesture to beat the Democrats to

the punch. So on December 15th

Taft instructed his ambassador in

St. Petersberg that the U. S. A.

terminated the 1832 treaty.

Dr. William Haber, at the con-

ference of the American ORT Fed-

eration held in New York city on

January 24, said that the most chal-

lenging problem in 1965 was "How
to say 'yes' to the thousands of

youth who are asking to be admitted

to the ORT programs in Israel and
France."

"There is a tendency among
imperfectly informed Christians,"

he said, "to believe that when a

Martin Buber, a Sholem Asch, or

another distinguished Jewish

writer refers to Our Lord at all

favorably, this is the dawn of a

wholesale reconsideration on the

part of all Jews that will pave

the way for a new access of Jew-

ish conversions. Some Lutherans

will need to learn to appraise such

statements for what they are — se-

rious and sober efforts by respon-

sible Jewish thinkers to evaluate

Jesus of Nazareth more justly than

some Jews have sometimes done

in the heat of past controversy or

past resentment."

In the magazine American Lu-

theran was this comment:

"Christians should express their

Christian witness by getting to

know Jews as persons and friends,

seeking to understand their reli-

gious views, and cooperating in

matters of mutual concern. Con-

versations or dialogues with Jews

that presuppose the existence of

common ground as well as differ-

ences are to be welcomed."

Conferences cover a range of

subjects — social justice, economic

concerns, church-state relation-

ships, family life cultural motiva-

tions and patterns. Discussions

stem from questions like these:

Do Jews feel an obligation to

fight for social justice, not only
for themselves, but for the Ameri-
can society as a whole?

Are Catholic lethargic in the

socio-economic area?

Is there a specific national or

international Jewish economic so-

lidarity?

Why are Catholics so frequently

identified with censorship move-
ments?

What are the similarities and
differences between Christian and

Jewish attitudes toward mixed
marriage?

Is there any possibility of recon-

ciling the Catholic and Jewish po-

sitions on birth control and abor-

tion?

What is the relation of Ameri-

can Jews to the State of Israel?

To what extent are the tenden-

cies toward "cultural emancipa-

tion" drawing Jews away from Ju-

daism and Christians away from

organized religion?

And at an interfaith workshop

in Denver, a direct question —
from a priest — started the ball

rolling. "Why don't some Jews like

us?" he asked.

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Answers are as candid as the

questions. At a Boston College

conference, sociologist Nathan

Glazer, author of American Juda-

ism and coauthor of The Lonely

Crowd, painted a harsh but honest

picture of how Catholics and Jews

tend to see each other. Generally

speaking, he said, "Catholics see

Jews as prone to the support of

radical and dangerous political

doctrines; instead of being good

Republicans, they are Democrats;

instead of being good Democrats;

they are Liberal or Left Wing
Democrats. They also see Jews

as supporters of radical doctrines

affecting family life and personal

behavior: Jews support the free

dissemination of information on

and devices for birth control, re-

laxed laws affecting divorce and

abortion . . . they are prominent

in a Hollywood that tries to emu-

late foreign movies — and they are

prominent as importers of foreign

movies . . . Jewish lawyers defend

the right to free speech of the

questionable purveyors of filth

as well as the respectable publish-

ers of avant-garde literature. And
finally . . . they oppose any reli-

gious practice in the schools — re-

leased time for religious education,

support of parochial and private

schooling, the 'innocuous' prayer

of the New York Board of Re-

gents and the more innocuous

Christian carols that remind chil-

dren that this is a Christian na-

tion."

He went on to say that Jews

generally see Catholics "as narrow-

minded and conservative, or even

reactionary. They recall that the

Catholics supported the Spanish

rebels, along with Mussolini and
Hitler. That Father Coghlin and
the Christian Front were largely

Catholic in membership. That
McCarthyism involved a Catholic

Senator and was supported by

Catholic public opinion. Thev see

Catholics as the chief supporters

of censorship, and the most power-

ful force demanding a share of

public money for private religious

education."

The remarks, made at a Catho-

lic college, before an audience of

Catholics and Jews, could only

have been spoken in the new cli-

mate of rapport. So, too, could

some of Dr. Glazer's other points

—that "in our efforts to clear up
misunderstandings we deny the

facts that serve as the basis for

misunderstanding;" that these ra-

their unpleasant images "are not

purely imaginary;" that the images

"can be as well supported with

evidence as most statements in

works of scholarship."

Our problem, the noted sociolo-

gist said, is not image entirely, but

reality — the reality of communi-

ties with different histories, dif-

ferent experiences in Europe and

America which created a differ-

ence in attitudes and practices in

economic, political, and cultural

life.

Dr. Glazer said:

"I do not feel all good is on one

side, all bad on the other. I do

not believe that all change must

come from one side, while the

other sits in proper virtue and

waits for the change to occur. Nor
do I think that the desire for good

relations and a single point of

view must be or will be the chief

motivations for change . . . The
development of our society is such

that powerful forces work on both

groups in the direction of change,

and this change will bring both

to a position in which they under-

stand better the point of view of

the other . . . Social developments,

placing common questions before

us, will force us to come closer to-

gether."

Honest talk, frank dialogue,

provocative probing—and out of

it all is coming greater respect,

greater understanding, the estab-

lishment of friendship amid differ-

ences, and the utilization for the

common good of similarities in

purpose and belief. What was once

a taste of a fresh approach to im-

prove interreligious relationships

is now a greater part of our diet—

a diet we are finding to be not

only palatable but easy to digest.

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electronics, aeronautics, engineer-

ing, and business management.
Many Jews who are not able to go
to college are in the non-com-

missioned officers ranks, engaged
in tasks that also require an above-

average degree of technical com-
petence. These skilled career

NCOs are especially prevalent in

the Air Force, either as part of the

operational crews of aircraft or as

part of the maintenance crews

that keep the craft air-worthy.

As a higher percentage of men
remain in the service as career

personnel, the number of military

families, with children is increas-

ing steadily, both generally and in

the Jewish group. There is a defi-

nite tendency in the military to

marry at a young age. Many ser-

vicemen get married before they

are mature enough or financially

able to undertake this responsi-

bility. The incidence of mixed mar-

riages among these youngsters is

somewhat higher than in the nor-

mal civilian setting. These are

conditions which call for clear

thinking and constructive, well-

coordinated effort on the part of

the Jewish chaplains and the Ame-
rican Jewish community.

It is estimated that approxi-

mately half the Jewish military

personnel are now married. The
average Jewish military husband

has 11/2 dependents. Since the per-

centage of married Jewish per-

sonnel is increasing steadily, it

may be anticipated that there will

be a gradual increase in the size

of the average Jewish military

family.

The rise in the average age of

Jewish military personnel is reflec-

ted in a higher level of education,

maturity and stability. As a result,

the career soldier is better able

to manage his own affairs and to

make his own social contacts. He is

paid more and lives better than

did the soldier of the past. He
works from eight to five Monday

through Friday and until noon on

Saturday; occasionally he has to

work at night or go away on mili-

tary maneuvers for a few days or

a few weeks. He gets thirty days'

vacation with pay each year. After

his duty hours have ended, he puts

on civilian clothes and, for all

practical purposes, spends his

non-duty hours in very much the

same ways as civilians of the same
age and financial status. Since

most career soldiers have automo-
biles, he is much more mobile than
he was formerly.

As a result of all these changes
in age, marital status, education,

pay, and working conditions, the

problems that are brought to the

Jewish chaplains now differ mar-
kedly from those which confronted

the chaplains during World War
II and the Korean War. Current

problems have to do mainly with

disruption of civilian careers, post-

ponement of professional educa-

tion, interruption of marriage

plans, marriage and family adjust-

ments. Some youths who enlist do
so because they are running away

Pope Paul VI has decorated Dr.

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from an unsatisfactory home situa-

tion or because of lack of employ-

ment opportunities at home or

because their parents are moved
by the fond hope that the military

experience will "make a man" of

their sons. There is no question

but that, for many young soldiers,

the military experience is a matur-

ing and stablizing one; but par-

ents must not expect the military

to make up, in a few months or a

few years, for all that parents,

teachers, counsellors and clergy-

men have neglected or failed to

do in the eighteen or more years

that preceded the young man's en-

try upon military service.

There is no way of determining

with complete accuracy the num-
ber of Jews in the American

Armed Forces. The military au-

thorities assume that each reli-

gious group is represented in the

Armed Forces in the proportion

in which it is found in the total

population. Since religious affilia-

tion in the Armed Forces is com-

pletely voluntary and no distinc-

tion of any kind is made or

desired between the religiously

identified and the religiously un-

identified, military policy is op-

posed to any sort of formal reli-

gious census within the military.

At the present time, 73 full-time

and 172 part-time Jewish chaplains

serve the military; thirty of the

full-time chaplains are stationed

overseas. This group of 245 rabbis

furnishes religious coverage to 414

installations in the United States

and to American military bases in

more thart fifty foreign countries.

A regular congregational program

is conducted at the 129 domestic

installations where Jews are found

in the largest numbers; coverage

is provided to an additional 284

domestic insallations on an as-

needed basis.

Among the installations with

the largest contingents of Jewish

personnel are thirteen basic train-

ing centers (eight Army, two Air

Force, one Navy, one Marine

Corps, and one Coast Guard).

These centers differ from the

norm in that they are made up

predominantly of unmarried Jew-
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ish youths experiencing military

life for the first time. As is to be

expected, many of them are be-

wildered and homesick. There-

fore, the Jewish chaplains at these

particular posts spend much of

their time on guidance and coun-

selling situations.

Married personnel at most do-

mestic and overseas installations

remain at one place for about

three years. While this period of

time does not permit the military

family to become as deeply in-

volved in community programs as

the average civilian family in the

same area, it is long enough for

the military Jewish community to

develop its own type of congre-

gational life, which accords, in

large measure, with the program

of activities carried on by civilian

synagogues. In addition to regular

religious services, there are reli-

gious schools for the children, Sis-

terhoods, adult Bible and Hebrew

classes, discussion groups, and so-

cial activities.

At posts which do not have a

full-time Jewish chaplain and are

too isolated to be served by a part-

time chaplain, Jewish lay leaders

are given ecclesiastical approval

by JWB's Commission on Jewish

Chaplaincy to conduct a religious

program under the supervision of

in time and space. For beyond
the historical significance of this

manuscript is the fascinating story

of detection and dedication; the

search by a scholar-sleuth over

thousands of miles, following a

trail of clues scattered across four

continents like the fragments in a

cosmic paperchase.

After identifying the first frag-

ments, Dr. Margalioth was con-

vinced that a study of all Genizah

archives would yield more clues

about the Book of Secrets. Sher-

lock Holmes might well have de-

clined to reopen a chase so long

interred in the recesses of the

past, but the amateur detective,

a scholar whose life had been dedi-

cated to historical truth, was not

discouraged. Bringing to the case

the force of a powerful analytical

mind, sharpened by years of Tal-

mudic study and reasoning, he set

himself to assemble the evidence.

His itinerary took him across

the continents, wherever Ganizah

collections were to be found. Tra-

veling to and fro between the

great libraries of Rome and Je-

rusalm, Budapest, and Boston,

Paris and Philadelphia, Oxford

and Cambridge, he pored over

mountains of manuscript mate-

rial, seeking references to the lost

manuscript of magic amongst the

damaged pieces of parchment.

And some of the material he

found close at home, in the Rare

Book Room of The Jewish Theo-

logical Seminary of America,

which houses the largest Genizah

collection in the United States.

Meticulously he examined ref-

erences, assembled pages, micro-

filmed copies, uniting minute

shreds of literae scripti that had

been separated for centuries, liter-

ally worlds apart. Patiently, he

followed the long parchment trail

which led him finally behind the

Iron Curtain. Since a large Geni-

zah collection was known to be

in the possession of the Leningrad

Library, Dr. Margalioth made an

application to the Soviet Minister

of Education and Culture, asking

to examine these archives. He
received permission to do so, in

the summer of 1964, and he was

courteously received by the offi-

cials of the Leningrad Library.

All through the hot summer
months the professor pored over

the Antonin fragments — and his

finds exceeded even his highest

hopes. The Russians undertook,

under a reciprocal agreement., to

ship to New York the microfilm

of the vital fragments.

Three weeks ago the promised

reel arrived from the Soviet Un-
ion. It contained copies of eighty

Ganizah fragments — including an

entire page of the lost manuscript

on magic. This was the last major

part missing from the reconstruc-

ted Sefar ha-Razim.

Basically, we now know the en-

tire text of the missing manu-
script, which is some sixty pages

in length. It has been placed to-

gether from hundreds of frag-

ments — from texts written in He-

brew, Arabic, Latin and Greek —
but never more than two leaves

from any one manuscript. Dr.

Margolioth explained that al-

though some of the 'linking' pas-

sages have not yet been found in

the original, he has been able to

reconstruct these parts from 'cen-

sored' medieval versions. The task

of putting together the various

pages in their correct sequence

was unexpectedly simplified by

the order in which the manuscript

was written: it followed a numeri-

cal sequence, based on the seven

legendary planes of heaven.

It is not known exactly when

the Book of Secrets disappeared

from human ken, but it is be-

lieved that it became 'lost' after

the tenth century. We do know,

from references in later centuries,

that traces of its influence, lin-

gered for a long time after it va-

nished. The medieval writers

were evidently in dread of the

work, referring to it in the most

condemnatory terms as the "evil

Sefer ha Razim". Little wonder

that the rabbis, guarding against

the infiltration of pagan practices,
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directed their heaviest thunder

against the aberrations of the

Jewish Gnostics and their devious

writings.

Asked about the years of con-

centrated study, the fatigue of the

frequent journeys, the hardships

and sometimes the disappoint-

ments that he underwent, Profes-

sor Margalioth smiled a secret

smile. For the men who contri-

bute to knowledge for mankind,

reward rarely takes material form.

But there is a rare and esoteric

joy in adding to the measure of

man's wisdom. And there is the

joy of establishing fraternal com-

munion, in the brotherhood of

scholars everywhere. Professor

Margalioth spoke with great

warmth of the cordiality with

which he was received by scholars

in the many countries he had vis-

ited.

Of the Soviet visit he recalled

the one incident that dramatically

captures the essence of the scho-

lar's joy, the great moment of

discovery.

"I sat in the waiting room of

the great Library," he recalled,

"wondering what would be the

outcome of this long journey. It

had taken so much effort to bring

about.

"And then they brought me the

first box of Genizah fragments —
and the first page, yes the first

page my eye fell upon — was . . .

the missing page from Sefer ha-

Razim."

the non-Jewish post chaplain.

These lay leaders are given fur-

ther guidance either through the

nearest Jewish full-time or part-

time chaplain or by the chaplaincy

commission staff. Where the num-
ber of Jewish military families at

a particular installation is so

small that it cannot organize its

own religious program, these ser-

vice families normally participate

in the religious activities of the

nearest organized Jewish civilian

community.

By and large, Jews no longer

seek to hide their religious identi-

ty in the military. Very rarely now
does one hear of anti-Semitism

within die Armed Forces. The de-

termination to treat every soldier

fairly and equally is such a fixed

military policy that the few Com
manding Officers who may harbor

some anti-Jewish feelings are very

careful to keep these feelings to

themselves. They know that if, in

their official utterances or actions,

they give overt evidence of preju-

dice against any soldier because

of his color or religion, their chan-

ces of military advancement will

be damaged irreparably.

Jews in the military today are,

for the most part, proudly Jewish.

In proportion to their numbers,

they take a more active interest

in religious affairs and events of

Jewish significance than do their

civilian age-counterparts. On post

and off post, they seek to identify

themselves with and to participate

in available Jewish activities. Jew-

ish colonels and generals whose

wives are also Jewish and who
take an active part in Jewish re-

ligious and communal matters are

no longer a rarity in the military.

The changed nature of the Jew-

ish military population has im-

portant implications for jWB's
overall program of service to Jew-

ish Armed Forces personnel, as

well as for the local Jewish agen-

cies and committees which help

to implement this program. A re-

evaluation of past patterns of JWB
services to the military has resul-

ted in a major re-shaping to meet
present conditions. The formerly

centrally-controlled nationally- di-

rected program for the military

has been replaced by a system of

local responsibility for service to

Jewish military personnel.

Where the military Jewish com-

munity has organized its own con-

gregation, this congregation, like

its Protestant and Catholic coun-

terparts, is normally a self-suffi-

cient unit which is well able to

support its own program of activi-

ties, religious, educational and so-

cial. At some of the basic training

centers, where there are large num-
bers of young, unmarried Jewish

trainees and not enough older

Jewish permanent personnel to

organize a stable military congre-

gation, activities conducted either

on post or in the adjacent civilian

community or communities, ac-

tivities conducted for the specific

purpose of helping to meet the so-

cial needs of these young soldiers,

will continue to be very helpful.

In most civilian communities,

however, such specifically designed

activities for the military will not

be necessary. In the normal situa-

tion, the Jewish military man and

his dependents shoull be integra-

ted into the community's normal

social, cultural and religious pro-

grams designed for persons of si-

milar age and marital status. The
military person should be received

and treated as any other tempora-

ry sojourner would be received

There are still many Jews in our

Armed Forces who are there be-

cause they have to be. But now, in-

creasingly, there are also many

Jews in our Armed For-
ces who are there because
they want to be. For the first

time in modern history, Jews, in

substantial numbers, are becoming

professional soldiers. Some Jews

will say that this is good; others

may say that it is not so good.

Some will explain it in one way

and some another. Perhaps one of

the most important reasons for

this development may be that "de-

mocratic America" is becoming

more than just a phrase; perhaps

in the truly equalitarian United

States that is now beginning to

evolve, Jews are, at long last, on

their way to becoming people just

like everyone else.

the same street at the time. When
we spotted each other's talis bag, a

mental wave length passed from

his talis to mine, and an immediate

connection was made.

But just as I thought the day

was saved, his Danish tongue, un-

successfully followed by Yiddish,

had me thinking that we were still

in a quandry. "Well," I consoled

myself, "we might not be able to

speak to him, but we could at

least hang on to his coat tails and

follow him to Schul." Then the

great moment came: "Deutsch?"

"Nein." "Hebraisch?" "Ah, yes."

And we merrily chatted in Hebrew

the rest of the way. I never felt a

deeper sense of Klal Yisrael (the

universality of the Jewish people)

than on this occasion, and other

similar ones in France, Switzer-

land, and Italy the year before on

the way to Israel.

As we approached the Great

Synagogue,, or Krystalgade, Mr.

Cohen the butcher included in his

remarks a capsule history of the

synagogue, highlighted by the in-

teresting fact that former King

Christian X had taken part with

the Jewish community in the cen-

tennial celebration of the syna-

gogue's building in 1933. This was

the brave King who, ten years la-

ter, led his country in wearing the

Star of David when the Nazi in-

vaders forced the members of the

Jewish community to mark them-

selves such.

The synagogue was beautifully

laid out, having been completely

restored in 1961 thanks to the

Conference of Material Claims

Against Germany.

Mr. Levi tan had prepared a

marvelous little pamphlet on the

Jewish Community in Denmark, a

model of what all Jewish commu-

nities should have for foreign visi-

tors. Four short, information-

packed pages inform the inquiring

English-speaking Jew of a) a Bird's

Eye View of the History of Danish

Jewry, b) a capsule description of

Jewish Community life in Den-

mark, c) data concerning the Jew-

ish library in Copenhagen, and d)

such practical information as the

address of the synagogue (which,

alas, did not reach me in time),

the hours of the services, addres-

ses of the Chief Rabbi, Cantors,

Sexton, the Mikva, Kosher food

suppliers, and the most helpful

statement that "On flights with

SAS, Kosher Food may be reques-

ted without extra charge."

Also included on our hurried

itinerary in Copenhagen was the

Museum of Danish Resistance,

which has as part of its display,

photographs of the Nazi persecu-

iton of the Jews, and the now fa-

mous effort of the Underground to

evacuate Denmark's Jews to Swe-

den in 1943. One cannot hear too

many times the thrilling story of

this humanitarian rescue opera-

tion. And hearing it from the

mouths of Danes who lived

through it makes it even more real

and dramatic.

Briefly, just before Rosh Hasha-

nah 1943, a German informant got

word to the President of the Jewish

Community that danger was in

sight. During the ten days between

Rosh Hashanah and Yom Kippur

the word passed from mouth to

mouth, and by Yom Kippur

Denmark's righteous non-Jews had

almost all of the 7,000 Jews hid-

den, to be eventually boated over

the Kattegat to Sweden, where

they were literally written and

sealed in the Book of Life. Amaz-

ingly enough, and yet not surpris-

ing, every one of them returned to

Denmark in 1945.

When we met a Jewish family

from New York on their way to

Tel Aviv, stopping the same time

as we in Denmark, we told them

what to expect in Israel, weather—

and otherwise, and they related

the latest tidbits from the U. S. A.,

and we knew then that our glori-

ous year had really ended. What a

pleasant note on which to con-

clude: both the trip and this re-

port of it.

Most importantly we must realize that there is no easy road to the

accomplishment of brotherhood. In performing any difficult task, once

we accept the end as desirable, we must then forget it completely and

concentrate solely on the means. While hope and faith are eternal well-

springs of mankind, neither are a means to a hoped for end. They can

only be the sustaining forces while man himself must struggle to achieve

his goal. Struggle is the burden of brotherhood, a daily and personal

struggle to surmount the prejudice within ourselves. Fear of the dif-

ferences among us and fear of change play into the hands of the bigot

in all of us. Our greatest enemy is ourselves.

PREJUDICE - A DESTRUCTIVE FORCE
AND A CRIPPLING DISEASE

In medicine there is a term to describe those people who do not

apparently have a disease but are actually carrying it. The disease

doesn't seem to affect them outwardly but they are spreading it to

everyone with whom they come in contact. They are known as cairiers.

Such a description fits 170 million Americans or all those above six

years of age. Prejudice has infected us all. For the most part it lies in a

latent state, but under certain given circumstances, it can burst forth

and cruelly affect millions of lives as in World War II. Prejudice

directly claimed the lives of six million Jews. Indirectly it involved the

entire world to the tune of \6l/
2 million battle deaths and untold

wounded casualties among both the civilian population and military

personnel. Such is the tremendous destructive power of prejudice.

But what of the more subtle and shrivelling effect of prejudice on

an individual's mental and emotional being? No child is born with

prejudice, yet by six years of age the seeds of inner turmoil have begun

to grow and spread throughout his entire being. Religion teaches him

the way of brotherhood. The world contradicts it. By the time a child

reaches first grade, he has learned by heart the Pledge of Allegiance —
"liberty and justice for all", yet he is expected to compromise this pledge

at every turn. Right is wrong and wrong is right. No one can long

live in such a turmoil. Most men will eventually accept the world for

what it is, thereby building a scar tissue of self-justification. They may
seem to have adjusted, but actually they have become the complete

victims of latent prejudice. From then on they will react through prej-

udice. They are prisoners of their own moral and ethical decay and a

shell of the man or woman they once dreamed of being. Yes, preju-

dice is indeed a crippling disease and a destructive force.

But in medicine, as in life, there is a crisis or climax beyond which
there is a turn for the better. It is not a time of victory or complete

recovery, but a time of beginning. We live in such a time — a time when

been planted by the Jewish Na-
tional Fund since the establish-

ment of the State must look at

1 hem not only with the physical

eye, pleasing though the sight is,

but with the eye of vision also.

And with that eye he will see-

the young saplings today as the

sturdy, full-grown trees of tomor-

row bringing beauty and fertility

to the land as these forests plan-

ted a generation ago do today.

One has only to stand on the

heights of Aminadav and look at

the glorious vista. What one can

see of the millions of trees plan-

ted in the Jerusalem Forest and

1 lie hills beyond look like little

more than a green smudge, as

though a painter had carelessly

wiped his brush over it. And then

in the distance one sees Motza

which has the only forest in that

particular area which was planted

before the State came into being,

and one realizes that in a genera-

tion, the whole afforested area

will be the same. One has but

to view from Maoz Zion, the vast,

fully-grown forest of Oiryat Ana-

vim and Ma'aleh Hahamisha and

add to the sight of the eye the

vision of the future, to realize

what it is being done for the fu-

ture as well as for today.

Truly, as Onias felt, a man can-

not sleep for 70 years, but a land

can be asleep, and the Land of Is-

rael was, for more than 25 limes

70 years, abandoned and neglec-

ted. And if the old man interro-

gated by Onias could claim that

he was born into a land provided

with trees and he saw his life's

task in continuing what previous

generations had provided for

him, the land which we entered

was barren of all these trees. Trie

promise that after forty years of

wandering in the wilderness the

children of Israel, who were the

Generation of the Wilderness,

would be compensated for their

trials and sorrows by at last en-

tering into a fruitful land, may
have been fulfilled with regard to

them; but it was neither given nor

fulfilled with regard to their

modern counterparts. There were

no fruits of previous generations

for them to enjoy. All had to

commence, literally, from rock-

bottom and only by toil and sweat

and sacrifice do we begin to en-

joy the first fruits, whi'ch are

but an augury of a bountiful har-

vest of beauty and material bene-

fit.

He who has the privilege —
which has been mine — of being

taken on an extensive tour to see

the phenomenal afforestation be-

ing undertaken by the JNF from

the Jordanian border to Egypt,

which is one of the glories of Is-

rael, he who sees the fulfillment

forecast by R. Johanan (Rosh
Hashana 23a), "Today there are

no trees in the wilderness, but

they will yet be there, as it is

said: 'I will plant in the wilder-

ness the cedar, the plane, the

myrtle, and the cleaster; I will

set in the desert the fir, the pine

and the box tree together' (Isaiah

41:19,)" begins to realize that a

veritable miracle is being per-

formed. And not only in the wil-

derness. On the once bare moun-

tain slopes, and on the plains,

from Galilee in the north to the

Negev in the south, "All the trees

clap their hands" with joy. And
on Tu B'Shevat, we share in that

joy, and what is a mere date in

the calendar becomies an occasion

for thankfulness and thanksgiv-

ing.

Polakow snorts at this . . . "Calo-

"Calories, shmalories," 1 sing,

too, in happy, reverential memory
of Mama's Shabbos bread. I sing

this particularly because only the

other day the doctor advised me
to quit eating bread, to keep the

fat down . . . "Do without

bread," said he.

In dispute with the doctor, J

looked up the high virtue of

bread as reported in Jewish lore.

It reads thus: "According to the

interpretation of the rabbis,
bread as a food takes precedence

over all other forms of nourish-

ment . . . One may say the bene-

diction over bread, and this will

serve for the entire meal, since all

other foods can be considered as

side dishes. Bread . . . was not to

be thrown about or wasted. A cus-

tom which arose in ancient times

and which is still observed is to

gather up the crumbs from the

table and throw them to the birds,

in order that not a bit of it may

be lost and God's creatures may

enjoy it."

About this

time the "Yazoo Frauds" ixroke

into an open scandal. Many of the

legislators were involved in the

conspiracy that lost a vast land

empire to the state of Georgia.

Emanuel was on of the three emi-

nent citizens entrusted with the

investigation of I his betrayal of

a public trust. This service

brought about his election as Pre-

sident of the State Senate. On
March 3rd, 1801, David Emanuel

was sworn in as the sixth Govenor

of Georgia.

Some confusion has arisen as to

how he became Chief Executive.

Several historians maintain that

as President of the Senate, he au-

tomatically became Governor

when his predecessor James jack-

son resigned to enter the U. S.

Senate. Other authorities daim
that Emanuel was elected in

1801. In any case he only held

the office for eight months, until

his successor was chosen bv the

General Assembly.

H- died in 1808, and is des-

cribed in Sherwood's Gazeteer "a

fine looking man, amiable, of

good character and inflexible in-

tegrity." Four years later the State

of Georgia preserved his name on

her map. A vast tract of land

within her boundaries is called

"Emanuel County".

A TOURIST TO ISRAEL

By William Abner

I want to tell of my trip to Israel

thirty years ago. The state had not

been formed yet.

We went on the Countess de

Savoia, a very nice ship. I was

quite excited. You see I hadn't

been to Israel in more than 2,000

years. That's a long time to be

away. I remember 1 iirst recalled

how long I had been away, when

an Italian who was on the ship and

who was going back to Italy, said

to me that he had been away from

Italy for twenty years. I said, I

hadn't been in Israel in more than

2,000 years. He said, you don't look

that old. That's because I eat the

right thing, I said.

So finally I got to Israel, and

sure enough, it's all there, but I

can't say I recognized it. It had

changed a whole lot.

It had about 400,000 Jews. A
number of the oriental Jews had

several wives. One of them ex-

plained to me that he had one

wife for Shabat and the other for

the week days. I said, I thought

he ought to have one for Pasach.

To the Arabs the number of wives

was a matter of economics. A Jew

who had an orange pardess told

me of an Arab who worked for

him and had stolen a horse from

him. The .Arab later came back

and promised he would make resti-

tution. He explained that with the

horse as dowry he could get a very

voung girl for another wife. How
do you plan to make restitution?

the Jew asked. Don't worry, said

the Arab, I'll steal another horse

somewhere else and pay you back.

The country was beginning to

boom, but there still wasn't too

much industry then. One of the

chief businesses seemed to be sit-

ting in the cafes. There was the

Vienna cafe for instance. You went

there in the morning. There was a

file of leading papers from all over

the world, Paris, London, Vienna

and you took whatever paper you

liked and sat down and read and

talked with your friends. There

was a little orchestra plaving. In

time, you got so, you didn't miss

work.

There were a lot of open air

cafes. I was sitting in one once

when a nice elderly gent with a

goalee approached.. He said, arc

you an American. I said, yet, my

parents just missed coming over

on the Mayflower.

He said to me, my son pays

$30,000 a year for rent in New

York but I am happier than he.

His son, it turned out, was Da-

vid Sarnoff of the Radio Corpora-

tion of America.

My knowledge of Hebrew wasn't

very good, but I was determined

to use it. One time I went into a

store and asked in Hebrew for a

glass of wine. The woman sales-

man was impatient with my slow

Hebrew. "Vas villst due," she ex-

claimed. O, I replied, you speak

French too. I found a lot of peo-

ple spoke this kind of French.

A 25TH ANNIVERSARY
If there is one plank in the Jewish platform on which

there is unanimous agreement, it is that Jewish education has

always been a paramount factor in the survival of our people.

And if there is a single agency that has done more to expand
the educational horizons of our youth than any other, it is the

Jewish Education Committee of N. Y., to which we now pay
tribute on its 25th anniversary.

The JEC is the central coordinating agency for Jewish
education in N. Y. Serving over 700 schools (of all kinds) with

an enrollment of more than 150,000 pupils, it carries on a

dynamic program of educational service. In developing cur-

ricula, in raising school standards, in providing consultation,

in publishing texts and teaching materials, the JEC has been a

beacon to bureaus of Jewish education throughout the land

and a model for inspiration and emulation throughout the

free world.

It was in 1939 that the JEC wras formed, in 1949 that it

became a full member of the Federation of Jewish Philanthro-

pies of New York, in 1959 that it moved into its own spacious

quarters near Manhattan's Lincoln Center.

There is no room here to detail the numerous activities

and functions of the JEC, to describe its interesting, colorful

publications, to showr how it guides teachers, principals and
rabbis, to demonstrate how it has created a feeling of "together-

ness" in the face of wide difference and divisiveness.

Of course the JEC will be the first to admit that not all

is honey and treacle. It points to vexing problems: lack of girls

in the afternoon schools, the crying need for more and better

trained teachers and principals, the vital need of continuity

in Hebrew high school education, the need for greater sub-

ventions to all-day schools, and for the full utilization of the

summer months as cornerstones in Jewish schooling.

But the very fact that New York City has an agency which
copes with these problems day in and day out is heartening.

It adds meaning to the JEC's silver anniversary celebration.

For the JEC has demonstrated — over a quarter of a century —
that a community approach is the best approach.

SEARCHING QUESTIONS —
AND AN ANSWER

At the Scopus Award dinner in New York City which
was given in honor of Dr. Joseph J. Schwartz by the American
Friends of the Hebrew University, Dr. Schwartz was cited as

"the right man in the right place at the right time."

This same uncanny timing is inherent in the establish-

ment by the American Friends of the Dr. Joseph J. Schwartz
Fund for Leadership Training at the Hebrew University of

Jerusalem. This new instrumentality of the American Jewish
community is broad in scope and ambitious in its undertaking.
Its appropriateness is best underscored by three questions

which Dr. Schwartz raised as he accepted the award:

"What will happen to the Jewish people if a release from
persecution is translated into a release from all practice and
identity with Judaism?

"What positive formula of education can be devised tc

replace the negative stimulus of oppression?

What force other than Israel can be brought into play to

stop many Jewish intellectuals in the United States and other

parts of the world from drifting away from the mainstream of

Jewish communal and cultural association?"

In response to these searching questions, he asserted that

an answer would be provided "if thousands of our young peo-

ple spent a year or more at the Hebrew University of Jeru-

salem."

The greatly-expanded student exchange program im-

plicit in this suggestion is only one phase of the Schwartz

Fund's mission. It will also provide for greater exchange of

teachers and scholars between the Hebrew University and
American campuses. Grants for research, Chairs in selected^

subjects, even expansion of student and faculty housing facili-

ties are listed among the many programs to be implemented
by the University with assistance from the Fund. Thus the

Fund will also help to meet Israel's need for the expansion of

higher education to provide comprehensive training on all

levels for its people.

The over-all mission of the Fund, as stated by its found-

ers, is "to build a permanent cultural bridge between Israel

and the American Jewish community." The blue-prints are

fine. The purpose is admirable. It remains for time and the

effectiveness of the American Friends of the Hebrew Univer-

sity in this endeavor to demonstrate that the Fund can indeed

gain the results it seeks. From where we sit, it is a large-scale

practical suggestion made to answer the questions raised by
Dr. Schwartz which echo the concern of most leaders in Israel

and the American Jewish community. In this light, and con-

sidering the status of its sponsors, we say: good fortune to the

Dr. Joseph J.
Schwartz Fund for Leadership Training.

NEW GOALS FOR ISRAEL

The National Planning Conferc-nce of the Israel Bond
organization at its three-day conclave 1 eard the glad news that

the 1964 Bond goal of eighty-five million dollars had been
exceeded.

This is said to mark a historic precedent. It is the first

time since the establishment of the state of Israel that any
major Jewish organization has exceeded its goal.

Encouraged by the result, the goal for 1965 has been set

at one hundred million as part of a five vear plan looking to

the creation of jobs for the added half million that are expect-

ed by 1970.

While other parts of the world may look with apprehen-

sion at such things, Israel welcomes the "population explo-

sion." A half million more people mean more industry, more

PASSOVER IN THE TWENTIETH CENTURY
Guest Editorial by Simcha Kling,

Rabbi, Beth David Synagogue, Greensboro, N. C.

Is Passover a festival only for Jews? In its form, yes; in

its message, however, it is universal. As so many other creations

of Judaism, the particular is bound up with all mankind. Cer-

tainly, Passover is a uniquely Jewish festival. It commemor-
ates our becoming a free people. We remember our ancestors'

bondage and are bidden to feel as if we. ourselves, participated

in the great liberation. We remember the greatest of all

teachers, Moses, and his leading our fathers from Egypt to

Sinai, from servitude to Godliness, from mere existence to

Torah. The matzah and the wine, the seder and the synagogue
services, the detailed observances controlling something so

elemental as our stomachs — all serve to impress upon us the

preciousness of liberty. We are taught that our God is a God
of freedom, a God who has implanted within men the yearn-

ing to be free and the ability to achieve as well as to preserve

liberty.

But this gift of God, this desire of God that men free

themselves from bondage and be true to their best selves, this

is not limited to Jews. The Jews may exemplify this faith in

their history, yet it is a truth for all men. And all men have
been inspired by the events we commemorate on Passover. It

is not surprising that the Founding Fathers of the United
States seriously considered as a seal of the new republic a

picture of the Israelites crossing the Sea of Reeds. Nor is it

surprising that the Negroes created the well-known spiritual:

"Go Down, Moses."

Indeed, we of the twentieth century stand in need of

Passover's message even more than in the past. Our world is

one in which men still are not free. Not only are there count-

less men and women still physically enslaved but there are

countless others mentally and morally enslaved. These are

people afraid to stand up for what they know is right, too

weak to withstand unpopularity for the sake of just ice, too

fearful to be themselves. To all of these, Passover comes with

its message that the fight against tyranny is the fight for

God, that the battle for true liberty is the battle of

the Divine. We need this sacred festival not only to teach us

to appreciate the past but also to encourage us to translate

its message ino the present as well as to preserve it for the

future. By our observing the Passover, we strengthen our
cause and help to create a zeman herutenu, a "time of our
freedom." for ourselves and for all mankind.

TURNING EVIL TO GOOD
The recent Miami conference, marking the formal launch-

ing of the 1965 Israel bond campaign, was significant not the

least for the presence of the Vice President of the United
States at a time when the enemies of Israel, led by Egypt's

strongman Nasser, have been trying to pressure the western

powers against Israel.

Vice President Humphrey, in a happy allusion, recalled

to the conference the Jewish legend according to which God

created many worlds before being statisfied with the present

one. The legend in fact goes a bit further, saying that God
proceeded to create the world despite the protests of Truth
and Peace that some men would bring falsehood and war.

So Israel, too, is going along despite the forces that would
bring war and evil, despite the Nassers, despite Bonn's halting

of arms deliveries.

Dr. Joseph J. Schwartz, vice president of the Israel Bond
Organization, indeed told the conference that Israel has suc-

ceeded in turning this hostility into advantage. The Arab
boycott and blockade has helped, he said, to turning Israel

into a maritime power with a merchant marine which, at pres-

ent, consists of more than a million tons.

And Abba Eban, colorful Deputy Premier of Israel, went

on to tell the parley that "there has been a strong reaction of

world opinion in recent weeks against the Arab attempts to

impose their anti-Israel policy on other governments."

All of this is true.

Nasser's arrogance has backfired. His advice to the Presi-

dent of the United States to "jump in the lake" is not likely to

help him either. Nevertheless, the hostilitv of the chain of

Arab powers, supported by Moscow and Peking, must not be
underestimated.

Never before has it been so necessary for Israel to be
strong herself. Certainly, if she is not she can expect little aid

from others. Therefore the economic development of Israel

must go on at full pace. To insure this economic progress, a

goal of one hundred million dollars in Israel bonds has been
set for 1965.

A few years back such a goal would have been deemed
fantastic, but in the light of the huge success of last year's bond
drive and the general world situation today, there is little rea-

son to doubt that the goal will be reached.

ORT AT EIGHTY-FIVE
The sinsje most common denominator that crops up in

practically all discussions of the War on Poverty is the need to

make people productive, and that to make them productive

they must be equipped with skills. This has been the theme of

one of the oldest welfare agencies in Jewish life, ORT, the

Organization for Rehabilitation through Training, since its

inception eighty-five years ago.

It was the poverty and misery of the Eastern European
"shtetl" and the crying need to productivize the masses of

Jews so as to give them the means to improve their living

standards, which provided the original impulse to the forma-

tion of ORT. That era belongs to a chapter that is closed, but

the work of ORT is more relevant to our times than ever.

There are, of course, those areas of the world, which, in

current parlance, would be termed pockets of poverty, and

ORT has brought its modernizing services to bear on the Jew-

ish communities of Morocco, Tunisia, Iran and latterly in

India. Tens of thousands of the young peoole of these com-
munities have been exposed to modern technology, brought

"Papa," my son said, "please tell

us all what your long life has

meant to you, and what, in par-

ticular, it has Jewishly meant to

you."

"And I was all ready with a

speech to my children and a

group of my friends at the table.

I dug down into my coat pocket

for the manuscript and started

to read it. Maybe, Mr. Segal, it

will help your column if you

publish it . . . the story of this

Jewish life which has come to age

85."

And thus he spoke up to his

son, daughters and friends:

"Thank you all for celebrating

with me my 85th birthday. I've

written what I myself think about

the occasion . . . what it means to

me to come Jewishly to age 85.

"I have been looking back over

all those years, to make sure that

I have been Jewishly worthwhile

by serving as a worthy member of

the whole human family. Yes, as

I see it a good Jew is not merely

one who's regular at his syna-

gogue, though I myself have been

quite regular. Yes, a good Jewish

life is one that understands all of

the human family as kinsmen of

his and behaves that way.

"I have tried to know my Ca-

tholic neighbor next door as a

brother of mine and have lived

along with him in that direction.

And he has lived along toward

this example which I offered. We
have been brotherly, though he is

faithful to his church while I am
quite regular at the synagogue.

"Yes, through most of my life-

time I have tried to lead myself

in that high direction. What is

living, except to keep on as a

faithful member of the brother-

hood of man? I have tried to live

that way in these 85 years of my
life and thus will keep going in

the few years that are left to me.

"I hope that all of you will

come to understand that to be

deeply Jewish is to know all the

neighbors ... of whatever church

as brothers. And I myself have

tried to be that Jewish. Oh, I am
not boasting; I am only reporting

on how to make 85 years of life

worthwhile, Jewishly.

"Thus I have kept myself Jew

ish even beyond the synagogue

and beyond The Standard Jewish

Prayer Book which I read each

morning before breakfast. This

morning I read from it as usual,

saying: "Magnified and praised be

the living God . . . He is one, and

there is no unity like unto His

unity . . . Behold He is the Lord

of the universe; to every creature

He teacheth His greatness and

sovereignty . . . He besoweth lov-

ing kindness upon man according

to his work.'

"Yes, my children and mv
friends, thus I speak to God each

morning, hut just speaking to

Him in the morning is not

enough for a man, after 85 years

of living, as I have learned. To
be really religiously Jewish is for

a man to serve all his kinsmen

in mankind of whatever church.

As you're all aware I have man-

aged to become quite well off in

the years of my life, and I am us-

ing my wealth Jewishly, and also

in the direction of people of

other religions who need to be

helped. They are all brothers of

mine.

"Well, I hope that what I have

been saying will prompt all of

you to be highly Jewish ... as

Jews who know all mankind as

brethren, regardless of the religion

to which they belong. Thus we
can help fulfill the ideal of the

brotherhood of man. Yes, it is

about time this was fulfilled, after

all the centuries of hate, suspicion

and killing."

And this 85-year-old man goes

on to report to me: "After I had

finished my brief speech my son

arose with a glass of wine high in

his hand . . . 'To our great, good

father,' he exclaimed. 'He knows

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Dialogue fa Jsmd

The creation of the State of

Israel has precipitated a com-

plexity of problems for World
Jewry. The on-going Dialogue

between Israel and the Diaspora

is reflected not only in a vast

literature but also in Conferences,

in which representative Jews

from all over the world partici-

pate.

In the April, I960, issue of this

magazine The Jerusalem Ideolo-

gical Conference was reported

on. The Conference was con-

vened at the Hebrew University

in Jerusalem in August 1957 by

the Executive of the World Zion-

ist Organization. The invited

scholars and thinkers to the Con-
ference represented virtually all

spiritual and political trends in

modern Jewish life. The sessions

extended over a period of eight

days at which 73 participants pre-

sented 63 addresses. The Ideologi-

cal Conference revolved about

four major themes: (1) Judaism

and Jewry in the clash of world

forces, political, social and reli-

gious; (2) The State of Israel and
its relation to the Diaspora; (3)

The Diaspora's struggle for cul-

tural and national survival; (4)

The Individual Jew and his re-

lationship to tradition, to his

community and to the State of

Israel.

The American Jewish Congress

originated the idea of an annual

American-Israeli Dialogue. The
first Dialogue was held in Jeru

salem, June 12-14, 1962. In the

opening address of the first Dia-

logue, Joachim Prinz, President

of the American Jewish Congress,

expressed the view that an ever-

widening gulf was developing

between the two Jewish commu-

nities, Israel and America. The
purpose in organizing the Dia-

logue was to create a new rela-

tionship on mutual respect, mu-

tual responsibility and mutual

understanding. The addresses, pa-

nels and round-table discussions

were arranged under the follow-

ing headings:

1. Israel and World Jewry

2. Israel—One Nation

3. Jews in the Creative Ails

4. The New Challenge

5. Basic Propositions

An American speaker expressed

the hope "that this precedenl-

setting Dialogue will serve to

open channels of understanding

in many areas of mutual inter-

est". Another American speaker

said: " The purpose of this Dia-

logue was a simple one. We came

to Jerusalem to destroy false im-

ages, to disprove falsehoods and

fallacies. We came here to estab-

lish what we consider to be the

real image of American Jewry."

The concluding address was de-

liverd by Theodore Kollek, Di-

rector-General of the Prime

Minister's Office. "During the

first years of Israel's existence",

Kollek said, "the central problem

was one of security — physical

survival . . . now we regard as

our central problem the creation

of what Mr. Sharett called 'one

nation', that is, forging out of all

disparate elements who have

come to Israel a unified nation.

I believe that the question of Is-

rael's relationship to world Jewry

is waiting in the wings to come

on the stage as the latest 'central

problem' ".

The Seond Dialogue in Israel

was held in Jerusalem and Tel

Aviv, June 17-20, 1963. The Dia-

logue took a closer look at the

issues which divided American

Jewry and Israel. The partici-

pants were some of the most dis-

tinguished figures of Israeli li-

terary and intellectual life and

some of the outstanding Jewish

communal leaders, social critics

and creative writers in America.

The speeches, panel discussions

and questions from the floor re-

volved about the following topics:

1. The Problems of Being

Jewish in Israel and the

United States

2. The Jewish Intellectual

and Jewish Identity

3. The Creative Writer as a

Jew
4. Jewishness and the Crea-

tive Process

To the question, "Who is a

Jew in Israel"?, there was no sim-

ple answer. The well-publicized

case of Brother Daniel, a convert

to Catholocism, who claimed his

Israeli citizenship on the basis of

the Law of Return illustrated the

difference between a legal defini-

tion and a Helachic definition of

the term "Jew". The Supreme

Court of the State of Israel did

not recognize Brother Daniel's

claim, with Justice Cohn dissent-

ing. Justice Cohn's dissenting

opinion was based on Halacha.

According to Jewish law, Jewish

status is identified with that of

the mother; a child of a Jewish

mother, even if converted to

another religion, is still a Jew.

Justice Cohn also pointed to

the difficulty of defining religion

as a criterion or test of Jewish

identification in Israel. "The first

and foremost connotation of Jew-

ishness," Justice Cohn stated,

"commonly is, and has always

been, Jewish religion. Now, if

we take religion to include faith

and ritual, doctrine and liturgy,

theory and practice, it will at

once become apparent that there

is not one religion but theie are

very many religions which claim

to be Jewish. The deeper the

faith, the stricter the ritual, the

more exclusive and the more mo-

nopolistic is the claim to true

Jewishness".

As to the problem of the

meaning and content of Jewish-

ness in the United States a diver-

sity of opinions were expressed

by the American participants in

the Dialogue. An American

speaker said that "the only way

you can add two apples and three

pears is to reduce them to the

common denominator of pieces

of fruit. The only way we have

been able to reduce to a common
denominator an atomic psysicist,

a maker of lipstick who gives

$200,000 to the UJA, a Brooklyn

hasid, a rabbi who pickets a res-

taurant in Birmingham, and me,

a librarian who was the president

of a major welfare federation, is

to call us JEWS."

It was also stated that if ant

American Jew were asked, "what

it is being a Jew," he would pro-

bably say: "I'm a Jew because I

like it; I'm a Jew because I want

to be a Jew; I'm a Jew because

I'm part of the Jewish commu-

nity; I am a Jew because I'm part

of the whole of the Jewish people

wherever they may be; I am a

Jew because I'm part of the

Jewish community; I am a Jew

because I participated in the

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The Changing World And
The Jewish Position In It

By Samuel Bronfman

SAMUEL BRONFMAN

Frequently in recent times J

have given thought to what is

happening to the Jews in our

rapidly changing world.

Let us start with World War I.

That was a war that changed the

map of Europe. It catapulted the

United States into the position of

leadership and made it the prin-

cipal industrial and financial fac-

tor in the world.

Before World War I, Eastern

European Jewry, which formed
the bulk of the Jewish popula-

tion, was on the move, escaping

tyrannical regimes. Great numbers
lied to the United States, Canada
and other countries. But, when
the war broke out, the Jews of the

various European lands where
they lived fought with the armies

of their respective countries. On
the one side were the Jews of

Germany, Austria and the other

central powers, fighting against

the Jews on the other side — in

the armies of Britain, France, Ca-

nada, the United States.

When the war ended, France
and Britain settled down. And the

United States returned home from
its excursion into international

action to enjoy what has come to

be known as the roaring twenties.

But the Jews of Eastern Europe
were on the move again. The)
were unwanted, unwelcome and
unsettled, and they were seeking

a place where they could be re-

habilitated.

There were Jewish refugees all

over Europe and the Joint Distri-

bution Committee had a tremen-

dous job to do to help them. They
had to accelerate and expand
their activities enormously.

The only bit of hope arising

from World War I was the Bal-

four Declaration and the resuhant

British Mandate over Palestine.

This became the Magna Carta re-

sulting in the State of Israel.

But conditions in Germany and

her allies were very bad, almost

hopeless, and this brought Hitler

on the scene. He used the Jews as

a scapegoat and, under cover of

Jewish persecution, began to re-

arm Germany for another round.

This brings us to World War 11

and a struggle in which the posi-

tion of the Jews was very different

from the First World War In

World War II the Jews were all

on one side — against Hitler and

the Nazi military machine.

The Jews responded to the call

of duty in the armies of their

respective countries. But they rea-

lized that it was not enough just

to have Jewish soldiers in the

field, and you will pardon me if

1 cite Canada as an example of

how the Jews realized what they

had to face. On September 4, 1939,

I, as President of Canadian Jewry,

issued a call to the Canadian Jew-
ish leaders. They came from

coast to coast, and they issued a

declaration that the Jews must

fight on all battlefronts — on land,

sea and in the air — and that they

must keep the home fires burning.

In addition, based on the experi-

ence of past history, they declared

that Jews had to organize to be

prepared to care for the living

casualities of the conflict.

We all know that the Jews in

America, in Britain and France

responded likewise.

The call to the Jews came at a

time when the Jewish population

of the world stood at about eigh-

teen million. These were the

figures in round numbers:

United States - 4,500,000: Rus-

sia - .3,000,000: Poland - .8.500,-

nia - 1,000,000; Western Europe

1,000,000; Germany - 600,000;

South America - 350,000; Canada

180,000; Palestine - 650,000;

North Africa - 600,000 or 10,-

000,000 in Europe; 5,000,000 in

the Western Hemisphere: 2 to 3

million elsewhere.

Where are all these Jews today?

Six million were murdered. There
are about live and a hall million

in the United States; about two

and a quarter million in Israel;

about three million, anonymous
and impotent, in the USSR; about

three quarters of a million in

Latin America; 260,000 in Cana-

da; France and Britain have dou-

bled their populations and each

has about 500,000; and about

another million in other Europe-

an lands, in Africa, in Australia,

scattered in tiny island communi-
ties of the Atlantic and Pacific,

and totalling in all about thirteen

million.

This is the grim result of

World War II. Six million dead.

Millions scattered throughout the

Diaspora. Indeed, there are now
Jews in more than 100 land*.

This is some change. This was

in our minds when the victorious

nations of the world, profiting

by the sad experience of World
War I, foregathered at San Fran-

cisco in 1945 to develop a united

force to settle the affairs of the

world.

In a rare display of unity, Jew-

ish leaders of many lands came
together to see that this time the

Jewish people should not be for-

gotten. As the representative of

Canadian Jewry, I recall that we
aimed at securing a Charter for

Human Rights and upholding

the dignity of man. And we urged

that Palestine should be leli as

a British Mandate, hoping that

because of the Balfour Declara-

tion we could eventually establish

a Jewish State.

That we were successful is now
history for on May 14, 1948, the

Jewish State was established.

Now we begin to realize how
great was the third of our three

prime responsibilities — that we
pledged ourselves to carry out at

the beginning of the war — that

is taking care of the living casual-

ties of the struggle.

The Joint Distribution Com-

mittee work increased tremen-

dously. Refugee aid societies were

formed everywhere, for the Jews

were all over the highways and

byways of Europe. The concentra-

tion camps were being moved

from the enemy places to the

friendly atmosphere of France

and Italy, where their inmates

were seeking a place to go and

hopefully waiting for the State

whose doors would be opened to

them.

And the State was established.

Large sums of money were raised

amongst all the free Jewries

'in' mainly in the United States

and Canada — to sustain the rem-

nants of Jewry left in Europe and

to move them gradually to the

State of Israel.

For the first time since the

second destruction of the Temple

two important Jewish worlds

(Please turn to Page 51)

Southwest Virginia B'nai B'rith
MRS.

Florida's First Senator

HARRY SIMONHOFF

David Levy was born in 1810

on the Island of St. Thomas in

the Caribbean. Shortly theraiter,

his father acquired extensive lands

in Florida for a Jewish coloniza-

tion project. David spent his boy-

hood in a private school at Nor-

folk, Va. Between father and son

began a coolness which continued

throughout life. We do not know

the cause. Possibly the young

blade spent money too I reel y vie-

ing with the sons of Virginia slave

owning planters. Could it be that

the boy showed a leaning for

the dominant religion? In his 17th

year David Levy had his allow-

ance cut off and thereafter shifted

for himself.

After staying awhile on one of

his father's plantations, David

found his way to St. Augustine

and studied law in a private of-

fice. His father's precipitate ac-

tion might have been conductive

in developing a self-made man
out of a potential spendthrift.

The young fellow entered politics

and became clerk of the Territo-

rial Legislature, a coveted post.

He took an active part in the

State Constitutional Convention

and then made a successful race

for the Congressional Representa-

tive at large for the Territory of

Florida. In Washington he at-

tracted attention through an in-

cident which proved fortunate.

His seat was contested on the

ground of non-citizenship. His

opponent had the backing of

former President John Ouincy

Adams, the future President Mil-

lard Fillmore, and such eminent

personalities as Everett, Giddings,

Roosevelt, and dishing. But his

maiden speech in defense of his

title made a marked impression.

It gave him standing as well as

notoriety. He was able to do an

effective job in hastening the ad-

You are always welcome—

puthern Bank and Trust Company
Richmond, Virginia — Since 1916

Member Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation

mission of Florida as the 27th

state into the Federal Union.

David Levy's work was evident-

ly recognized. For in the very

lirst campaign in the new state,

he was elected to the U. S. Senate.

A strong advocate of slavery, he
lined up behind the leadership of

John C. Calhoun and at the age

of 36 was an important member of

that body. He then met the

daughter of ex-Gov. Wickliffe of

Kentucky, a former member of

President Tyler's cabinet. He
must have put forth some effort

to win the beautiful girl, known
in Washington as "the Wickliffe

Madonna". We find the Florida

Legislature changing his name, or

to be more exact, adding a patro-

nymic. On the roster of the U. S.

Senate, he appears thereafter as

David Levy Yulee.

Here we must pause a moment,
and inquire into the necessity. If

David Levy actually intended to

obscure his origin, he might have

sleeted an Anglo-Saxon name.

Wilson, Lowell, or Williams

would have served his purpose

far better. Yulee sounds quite

Seminole and serves to emphasize

rather than mitigate his foreign

origin. Besides he moved in

Washington society, and every

one knew his Jewish antecedents.

A clue is furnished by Charles F.

Fairbanks, a prominent attorney

of St. Augustine, who represented

Moses E. Levy yet remained on

friendly terms with his son On
account of their strained rela-

tions, the father was never able

to reveal his family history. Mr.

Fairbanks told the Senator the

fantastic story of his grandfather's

position as Grand Viser to the

Morocco Sultan; of a plot by the

heir apparent to dethrone the

ruler; of the Crown Prince's suc-

cession to the throne following

the sudden death of the old sul-

tan; of the Viser's sudden flight.

The love-struck senator must have

used the story with telling effect

upon the romantic young girl In-

stead of a Jew, his grandfather

was a Portuguese who became the

Mohammedan Prince Yulee, mar-

ried to an English Jewess. But

since his father had to go into

trade, he didn't want to sully the

princely name; he merely adop-

ted his mother's surname Levy as

more suitable for a business ca-

reer. The Wickliffe Madonna
must have clapped her hands ex-

citedly and demanded the rein-

statement of the princely Yulee.

On the next election, Yulee

was defeated; but elected in 1856

for a second term. In 1861. he

was the first Senator to announce

the secession of a Southern State

and took a sorrowful but courte-

ous leave of his colleagues. This

marks the high point in his career.

He served in the Southern Con-

gress, but without distinction. Af-

ter the defeat of the Confederacy,

the Governor of Florida appoin-

ted Yulee on a commission to

proceed to Washington and have

his state peacefully reconstructed

into the Federal Union. But the

ex-senator was arrested, and on

orders from Washington was con-

fined to Fort Pulaski near Savan-

nah. After a year's imprisonment

It is pertinent

for our readers to pause at times

to acknowledge the tremendous
value of the professional social

worker as he relates to the matrix

of Jewish strivings. A major ex-

lent of the impetus rendered to

Desiring to

remain in N. C, Irv. pondered

over a number of offers before

deciding in November to accept

the post of Community Services

Consultant of Cumberland Coun-

ty which will coordinate all the

social services in the community
and in enlarging their objective

to help people in poverty . by

opening to everyone the opportu-

nity for education and training.

In short, he will direct the all-

out attack on poverty drawing

support from the federal govern-

ment under the Economic Oppor-

tunity Act.

Armed with a M. A. degree

from Columbia University in 1936

at the age of 21, he became a

teacher in the NYC school system;

In 1938, Mr. Cheroff ac-

cepted an assignment as Case

Worker and Director of Athletics

in the NYC Dept. of Welfare

where he coached a number of de-

partmental championship teams.

In his undergraduate days at

Brooklyn College he played on

five varsity teams earning thirteen

sport awards. When the war

clouds appeared in the horizon

he served in the U. S. Army for

three years as an instructor in the

famed Physical Reconditioning

Instructors School at Fort Lewis,

Wash, and later in charge of Edu-

It

was plain, there would be no

Sieder at the Shmulowitz home
this year.

Three days before Passover, the

telephone in my study rings. I

recognize Mrs. Shmulowitz's voice

immediately and I expect to hear

her crying.

O Rabbi, she says instead, I am
so happy!

What are you happy about, I

said.

Nu, I said, is that something to

be happy about?

Don't you understand rabbi?

I think this

will be our happiest Seder.

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PRECIOUS STONES IN TIE BIB

By Dr. H. Rabinowicz

"A woman of valour who can

find?" demanded the author of

Proverbs in somewhat cynical

rhetoric, "for her price is far

above rubies."' Precious stones

figure in the Scriptures in a figu-

rative sense: they are symbolic of

beauty, value, durability. Flowers

and foliage are fair but ephemeral

whilst gems retain their sparkle

and their coloration for hundreds,

even thousands of years. In a

world of change their permanence

has a charm of its own.

The jewels of the Bible have no

pagan or mythological connota-

tions. They are prized as objects

for adornment, embellishing the

garments of the daughters of Is-

rael, studded into signet rings,

encrusting crowns or royal robes.

They are tokens of friendships,

currency and occasionally charms

to ward off evil spirits of influ-

ences.

The earliest Biblical reference

to precious stones occurs in Gene-

sis II. A river issued from Eden as

a single stream, then divided into

four branches. "The name of the

first is Pishon; that is it which

compasseth the whole land of Ha-

vilah, where there is gold; and

the gold of that land is good;

there is bdellium and the onyx

stone." Many scholars identify

the land of Havilah with north-

eastern Arabia.

The technique of gem engrav-

ing was known in Mesopotamia

as early as 4,000-3,000 B. C. E.

Hence Abraham, the rabbis tell

us, wore around his neck a pre-

cious stone with the power ot

healing the sick who gazed upon
it. He bestowed upon Hagar's

children huge pearls "their lustre

more brilliant than the light of

the sun." In wooing Rebekah for

his master's son Isaac, Eliezer

gave her "a golden ring of hall a

shekel weight, and two bracelets

for her hands of ten shekels

weight of gold."

A fully developed gem engrav-

ing industry flourished in Egpyt

at the time of the Eighteenth

Dynasty (1580-1350 B.C.E.) and

the Israelites despoiled their task-

masters of many precious stones,

a fitting reparation for genera-

tions of bitter slave labour.

Geological s u r v e y s indicate

that, apart from the fabulous

King Solomon's mines, Palestine

and Syria are lacking in gem de-

posits. The Israelites received

most of their precious stones

from other lands and from other

peoples. They were brought by

merchant caravans travelling from

Babylonia to Persia and to Egvpt,

from Saba and from Tyre. The
Queen of Sheba gave King Solo-

mon "a hundred and twenty tal-

ents of gold, and of spices very

great store, and precious stones."

The navy of Hiram brought to

Solomon from Ophir "plenty of

sandal-wood and precious stones."

These were needed for the adorn-

ment of the Temple, and the

throne of King Solomon was

surely one of the wonders of the

ancient world with respect to

decoration.

The saphire and the emerald

can be readily recognized but

Only

three valvse to worry about, not

like a piano with 88 keys, a vio-

lin or viola with four strings, and

Ocarina with more holes than you

have fingers on one hand, and

who knows how many slugs you

have to press down on a cool

black stick.

Then, too, he sparked the can-

dle: "We can always make a duet

with the same instruments and if

you're good you can play first

cornet and I'll play second. And
we'll tear the house down."

This wasn't my lingo but it

sounded very intriguing, inspir-

ing and whatnot. I was bait and

got hooked without a protest.

That's how I got my little old

truba, the same teacher as Morty,

and we became thicker than bro-

thers, if there is such a stick to

put the both of us on.

But one thing we didn't do

together. That was take lessons

the same day. I insisted on taking

mine the day after his so I could

check on him. If he wanted to

do the same, he'd have to wait

a whole week. By that time he'd

forget to ask, just like I figured,

and we got along like two pins in

a tiny red cushon.

In explaining certain facets of

numbers to be played, the con-

ductor had the orchestra sample

a lew bars, intermittently point-

ing up what Sibelius meant by

certain nuances.

This reminded

me of my teacher who found by

studying and playing this wind
instrument he could make more
money than with the trumpet.

And when Molly gets tired be-

cause her husband don't come
home every night, she'll go to his

shop and let him have it like no-

body's business."

"You mean in front of every-

body?"

"Sure. Why not? They'll make
jokes and before you know it

they'll be singing together, and

everybody in the shop will be

like a chorus and before the cur-

tain comes down for good night

everybody will be singing and

dancing and happy like the boss

gave them a raise."

"And this you see again and

again?"

"No. Each time it's different.

One time it's in a garment fac-

tory.. Next time it can be in a

bakery, or a fish market. Who
cares? It's Pesach and it's time for

happiness. The bad winter has

gone."

That's all that counts, I said.

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A Nation of Immigrants
A Report to the National Executive Committee, B'nai B'rith

In 1957 we contacted a young
Senator, suggesting that he write

a pamphlet lor our One Nation

Library series designed lor senior

and junior high school use. The
subject we suggested was "A Na-

tion of Immigrants" and the then

Senator Kennedy agreed to do so.

In 1958, at a meeting held in the

Senator's office, attended by offi-

cers of the League and staff mem-
bers, the Senator was presented

with the first printed copy of the

pamphlet. In accepting it he asked

why it was that we listed him as

John F. Kennedy and did not use

his title of Senator. The leply

was, "Well, Senator, we expect

this publication to be used for a

long time and while vou are a

Senator now, it is quite conceiv-

able that your title might change

in the future."

John F. Kennedy laughed and
replied, "I can understand now
why your agency has such a repu-

tation for expert public relations."

Some of us had anticipated that

the Senator would become Presi-

dent and when this happened, we
proceeded with the plan we al-

ways had in mind to expand the

pamphlet into a book. This took

an enormous amount of work and

negotiation with the W h i t e

House. It was not, in fact, until

the summer of 1963 that approval

was secured and staff worked

day and night in doing the re-

search and preparing the picture

section, a new feature which was

to be included in the book. Liter-

ally hundreds of photographs and

drawings were examined and the

beautiful illustrated section in

the book is the result.

The manuscript and illustra-

tions were in the White House at

the time the President was as-

sassinated. He hnd gone over the

manuscripts and illustrations and

had given tentative approval.

It was not until 1964, how-

ever, that the Kennedy family

ao-r^d to publication of the hook

wh'Vh, w,fh an introduction Kv

p~h°rt Kennedy, was published

offiVianv on October 7th.

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ART REPORT FROM ISRAEL
By Murray S. Greenfield

The tumult and the shouting of

the art camps in Israel reminds

one that art, like politics in this

country, is taken very seriously.

The fighting words in the coffee

houses and newspaper columns

are against the Twenty Three.

The Twenty Three are the art-

ists chosen by William Seitz, asso-

ciate curator of New York's Mu-
seum of Modern Art, for a travel-

ing show in American museums

this winter and the spring of 1965,

The show was previewed here in

Israel this summer with shows in

Jerusalem, Tel Aviv and other

centers. The kick-off in America

was at the Jewish Museum In

New York December 19th.

The Twenty Three were chos-

en after Seitz had examined the

work of over 700 Israeli artists in

the homeland, as well as in Paris,

New York and other cities. The
artists finally selected represent

no one group, style or stratum

of reputation. Several of Israel's

most prominent and accomplished

masters are not represented. Ab-

sent is the Expressionism once

characteristic of Jewish painting

in Europe and brought to Pales-

tine by Israel's first importan'

immigrant artists, Rubin and

Mokady. Absent too is the work
of Marcel Janco, a founder of the

Dada Movement and later in Is-

real one of the most influential

teachers of the latest European

aesthetics. Also missing is another

early painter, Nachum Gutman,

whose canvases of orange groves

in the 'twenties are glowing evo-

cative gems. Notably absent are

the internationally young painters

like Pinchas Shaar, Jean David

and Moshe Prupes. As Mr. Seit/

has said, no limited selection ful-

ly represent the art of an entire

nation, but it was his hope that

the chosen delineate the themes

and concerns of Israeli artists, and

the varied directions in which

their expression turns.

While this exhibition is of Is-

raeli rather than Jewish art, Jew

ish culture and experience are ne-

vertheless profoundly embodied in

many of the works. A major work

in the show is a glowing tripitch

"Missa Dura'' by Morclcthai

Ardon. which gives expression

lo the mysticism, hopes, suffering

and life of Europe remembered

and modern Israel.

of a program of federal assistance

to the states in the field of pub-

lic education.

Because ADL recognizes the ur-

gent need for the passage of legis-

lation granting extensive federal

aid to state and local public

school systems, it is happy to note

that for the first time in many

years there seems to be a viable

possibility for the passage and

approval of such legislation. It

regrets, however, that the legis-

lation embodying the Adminis-

tration's proposal for such federal

aid. HR 2362, includes certain

proposals which may endanger

the integrity of the public schools

and which may permit the use

of public tax funds for aid of sec-

tarian religious institutions of

education at the primary and

secondary level.

For example, Title II of HR
2362 specifically authorizes the

granting of federal funds for li-

brary and published instructional

materials for the use of children

and teachers in "non-profit pri-

vate elementary and secondary

schools, as well as in public

schools." We are aware that an

amendment adopted by the sub-

committee requires that the title

to all such library resources and

textbook material vests only in

a public agency which would have

sole control and administration

of the use of such material. But

we respectfully submit that whe-

ther the library resources and

textbooks are made available on

a loan basis or by direct gift in

no way alters the basic fact that

public funds will be used to pro-

vide an essential educational ma-

terial to children attending paro-

chial schools. To build a library

for a parochial school is improper

and retention by the state of title

to the building and its books is

mere casuistry. This, we submit,

is a use of public funds in aid of

sectarian schools at the primary

and secondary level. ADL is op-

posed to any such practice.

Turning now to Title I which

deals with financial assistance to

local educational agencies for the

education of children of low in-

come families, we find that Sec-

tion 205 (a) contains a require-

ment that any public school sys-

tem seeking a basic grant or a

special incentive grant thereunder

must, as a condition of obtaining

such a grant, established a system

of shared time or as the statute

states "dual enrollment." There

is no requirement that such

shared time programs contain

safeguards directed against reli-

gious indoctrination or influence,

against the religious segregation

of students, or religious influ-

ence on the curricula, text-

books, teaching methods or teach-

ing materials. There is no re-

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quirement that any such siiared

time program, or the provision, of

mobile 'educational services, or

educational radio and TV, con-

tain safeguards to insure the con-

tinued independence and integri-

ty of the public school system. Ex-

perience has demonstrated that

in order for a shared time pro-

gram to be carried out, there is

absolute need for coordination of

the programs of the public and
parochial schools. In the absence

of safeguards, this could result in

the church school authorities

playing an important role in the

operation of the public school

system. There would always be a

danger that the content oi the

subjects taught in the public

school shared time classes would
be affected by the awareness that

children taking these courses were

from parochial schools and there-

fore had special concerns and sen-

sitivities. There would be a dan-

ger that in order to avoid possi-

ble controversy the public schools

would put less stress on the social

sciences and the humanities and

more stress on the so-called non-

value subjects such as mathema-
tics, the physcial sciences, and the

vocational subjects, manual train-

ing, etc. With statutory safe-

guards against these possibilities,

shared time could be a useful

educational device.

Title III deals with supplemen-

tary educational centers and ser-

vices. Under this program, public

and private schools would operate

in partnership in developing dual

enrollment programs, that is

shared time programs, involving

equipment and supplementary

educational services. This pro-

gram, like the shared time pro-

gram envisaged under Title I,

would necessarily involve a kind

of joint venture between public

schools and private schools, in-

eluding parochial schools, which

would create danger for the in-

tegrity and independence of the

public school system.

It is necessary, therefore, that

both Title I and Title III be

amended to insure that the pro-

grams set forth therein be safe-

guarded against the exposure of

public students to sectarian influ-

ence, against the religious segre-

gation of students in the publicly-

owned and maintained shared

time facilities, and against reli-

gious influence on the curricula,

textbooks, teaching methods or

teaching materials used in such

programs. Merely providing that

such facilities shall be solely un-

der public control may not be suf-

ficient to insure the independence

and integrity of the public school

system. With specific statutory

language aimed at preventing re-

ligious control of such programs

and barring religious segregation

in them, these programs could be

of assistance. We commend the

subcommittee for its amendment

barring any sharing of control be-

tween religious and public school

groups in the allocation of kinds

made available under this Bill.

Another defect in the Bill is that

it nowhere specifically provides

machinery for testing the consti-

tutionality of the program there-

in to insure that they in no way

violate the religious clauses of the

First Amendment. The Bill au-

thorizes legal action only by states.

It is hardly likely that a state,

applying for substantial federal

aid under the Bill would initiate

litigation testing the constitution-

ality of the Bill.

THE LIBRARY CORNER
By C.

HERZOG (Viking Press), Saul

Bellow's sixth novel, is destined to

become the most talked about

book on the current literary scene.

As member of the Jewish writing

fraternity (Malamud, Gold, Roth,

Mailer, Salinger, Levin, etc.), Mr.

Bellow has added stature to what

may be termed a powerful force in

contemporary letters. HERZOG is

chock full of Jewish humor, wit,

sorrow and intellectuality. The
author employs Yiddish and He-

brew phrases with lavish abandon
(and throws French in for good

measure). Moses Elkanah Herzog

is a -17 year old Jewish intellectual.

He is also a confirmed neurotic

who has managed to completely

ruin his life. Irresponsible and un-

stable, with some danger of be-

coming a psychotic, Herzog dashes

about on pointless journeys mean-

while writing impudent letters to

public figures and friends (both

living and dead) which he never

mails. The letters constitute a

great portion of the novel. Some
are pithy. Some are amusing. A
greater number of them are plain

dull. HERZOG's story line is dif-

ficult to follow. Many will be baf-

fled. Many will be irritated. Many
will dsicuss Moses Horzog as a

character—is he symbolic of the

suffering of the Jews—or is he

simply an eccentric created by Mr.

Bellow on which to peg a story!

HERZOG is a frantic novel—it is

strange and confusing. It will

have strong appeal to the cognes-

centi and, because of the superb

reviews it has received, to the lite-

rary status-seekers. The technique

employed by Mr. Bellow (and one

with which I am getting very

bored) is the frenetic pace set by

Morrow
jumping about from place to

place, time to time and scene to

scene. The chronological sequence

is so complex that one easily gets

lost in its mesh. In my opinion the

book lacks fluidity. Resembling a

gigantic literary jigsaw puzzle, we
are forced to put the pieces to-

gether in order to obtain a concep-

tion of the novel. Again the over-

whelming preponderance of criti-

cal bouquets tossed to HERZOG
the fact that I did not find the

work satisfactory will mean little.

We have become increasingly

conscious during recent weeks of

the word 'Extremism'. We have

heard cogtent and not-so-cogent

arguments on the definition of the

word. Now from the W. H. Nor-

ton Co. we have the new Harry

and Bonaro Overstreet book, THE
STRANGE TACTICS OF EX
TREMISM. The work is timely

and important. It points out that

extremism at either end of the po-

litical spectrum is dangerous to

the security and integrity of the

country.

The League's national chair-

man, Dore Schary, has said, "We
feel it is an absolute necessity in

the war against poverty that more
public schools be built and great-

er educational opportunities and

facilities be made available to

the disadvantaged. There are

many aspects of the current mea-

sure — perhaps 85 percent of its

provision — of which we approve.

But we ask that the Bill guard

against the breaking down of the

historical relationship between

church and state, a danger inhe-

rent in some of the local options

presently in the bill."

We respectfully request that

this Committee amend HR 2362

to embody in it the safeguards

called for in the foregoing state-

ment. We wish also to express the

hope that thereafter the Bill will

be approved so that an effective

program of federal aid to educa-

tion will be developed as quickly

as possible.

France and Israel are "very

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Precious Stones In the Bible
(Concluded from Page 21)

many oi the stones named 111 the

Bible cannot be identified today

with any certainty. Like other an-

cient peoples the Hebrews did

not classify the precious stones

according to composition. Thev
named them in accordance with

brillance, coloration, usage or

origin. A verse in First Chronicles

(29.2) covers many categories in

its reference to "stones to be set,

glistening stones, and of divers

colours, and all manner of pre-

cious stones, and marble stones in

abundance."

Most of the precious stones in

the Bible are listed in connec-

tion with the breastpiece of the

High Priest "the work oi the

skillful workman ... of gold, of

blue, and purple and starlet and

fine twined linen . . . And thou

shalt set in it settings of stones,

four rows of stones . . . and thev

shall be inclosed in gold in their

settings. And the stones shall be

according to the names of the

children of Israel, twelve, accord-

ing to their names: like the en-

gravings of a signet, every one ac-

cording to his name, they shall

be for the twelve tribes." The
Urim and the Thummin — "the

Lights and the Perfections' — a

medium of Divine communica-
tion, were according to tradition

one of the five objects lacking in

the Second Temple. Josephus de-

clares that "this oracle had been

silent for two hundred years . . .

but as to those stones of which

we told you, the High Priest bore

on his shoulders . . . the one of

them shined out when God was

present at their sacrifices . . .

bright rays darting out thence:

and being seen even by those that

were most remote; which splen-

dour yet was not before natural

to the stone."

Both ancient and modem trans-

lators and commentators differ

on the identification of the

twelve gems. They were proba-

bly beryl, carnelian, chalcedony,

chrysolite, chrysopras, diamond,

emerald, hyacinth, jasper, Lapis

Lazuli, onyx, sapphire, sardonyx,

topaz and turquoise.

The Prophet Ezekiel in Chap-
ter 28 laments over the Prince of

Tyre who lived "in Eden the gar-

den of God; every precious stone

was thy covering, the carnelian,

the topaz, and the emerald, the

beryl, the onyx, and the jasper,

the sapphire, the carbuncle, and
smaragd, and gold: the workman-
ship of thy settings and of th\

sockets was in thee, in the day
that thou wast created they were

prepared." His robe was adorned
with nine precious stones identi-

cal with those set in three ol the

lour rows on the High Priest's

breastplate.

In a woman's world gems were

precious indeed. To old King

Solomon under her spell, the

daughter of the King of Egypt

spread above her bed a tapestry

studded w i t h diamonds and

pearls which gleamed and glit-

tered like constellations in the

sky. Whenever the monarc h

awoke he saw these stars and

thinking it was still night he slept

on until the fourth hour of the

morning, Jael, wife of Heber the

Kenite went to meet Sisera em-

broidered with gold of Ophir and

set with diamonds and pearls in

order to find favor in the eyes

of King Ahasuerus. A precious

stone stood the prophet Jonah in

good stead in his hour of need.

"There was a diamond," say the

rabbis, which shone as brilliantly

as the sun at mid-day so that Jo-

nah could see all things in the

sea down to its very bottom.

It is clear that the Hebrews

endorsed the aphorism of Pliny

that "Gems are the concentrated

beautv of the world."

Another answer to the ques-

tion, "Who is a Jew' was the

same as that given by Chaim
Weizmann, before the United

Nations in his plea for a Jewish

Palestine: "A Jew is anyone who
suffers as a Jew".

Edwin Wolf II, President of

the National Foundation for

Jewish Culture in the United

States, addressed himself to the

question in the following words:

"What is the American Jewish

community? What is an American

Jew? Ultimately, what is a Jew?

The questions are as unan<:wer-

able as the lines of William Blake

are impenetrable to scientific

analysis:

Max Lerner, Professor of Ame-
rican Civilization, Brandeis Uni-

versity, author and columnist,

reflected a widely-held American

view. He maintained that it is

necessary to make a sharp dis-

tinction between national iden-

tity and historical community. As

for national identity, Lerner

holds, the Jews form a nation only

in Israel. In the United States the

lews do not form a nation, thev

B'nai B'rith has elected Rabbi
Jay Kaufman of New York
as its executive vice president.

Now, as we say 'Shalom' to one

another, we look forward to next

year's Dialogue when we shall

again 'reason together' ".

The Third Dialogue in Israel

was held in Jerusalem and Haifa,

August 10-13, 19fi4. A remark by

Zalman Shazar, President of Is-

rael, furnishes a clue to the main

theme of the meeting. He said,

"I am convinced despite distance,

diversity and change, we are all

Ave, not you and I. Let us put it

in personal terms.

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As at the two preceding Dia-

logues this one also covered many
lacets of Jewish life, in Israel and

the Diaspora.

In his Summary of Discussion

ol the Jerusalem session oi the

Dialogue, Sol Liptzin, Prolessor

Emeritus, City University of New
York, stated that the emphasis

this year has been on the unity

of the Jewish people, a people

one and indivisible, regardless

whether its members reside be-

side the Jordan or the Hudson,

the Mediterranean or the Pacific.

The question of direction, goal,

purpose, faces both the American

and the Israeli sectors of the Jew-

ish people, even though the for-

mulation varies. "The American

formulation", Professor Liptzin

stated, "may be summed up as

follows: Shall we, primarily a

third-generation group on Ameri-

can soil, retain our group identi-

ty, our group uniqueness; or shall

we dissolve into the increasingly

conformist, increasingly monocul-

tural environment, into which all

other minority groups in their

third generation have dissolved or

are dissolving?

"The answer of our American

speakers has been an affirmation

of Jewish identity, and affirma-

tion of Jewish uniqueness, an as-

sertion that acculturation need

not necessarily lead to assimila-

tion, and also a realization that,

without some kind of close rela-

tionship to the Israeli sector of

the Jewish people, we may not in

the long run be able to continue

viable, creative, distinct."

The addresses, panel discus-

sions, and questions from the

floor of the three Dialogues in

Israel did not provide ulti-

mate answers to the questions

raised. Limitation of space al-

lowed only briefest allusions, and

to only a few, topics discussed

and questions raised. The full

transcript of the Dialogues were

published in the Congress bi-

Weekly, September 24, 1962; Sep-

tember 16, 1963; and May 9, 1964.

The Dialogue in Israel presents

a new phenomenon in Jewisii life.

It is new for a large group of

representative Jews to come to-

gether for the discussion of seri-

ous problems without adopting re-

solutions and creating a perma-

nent or temnorary or^an to im-

plement them. O n second

thought such a meeting has root-

age in Jewish tradition, resem-

bling the Kallah. Kallah is the

Talmudic designation for the

popular lecture courses for the

laymen given yearly during the

month of Elul and Adar at the

Babylonian academies of Sura

and Pumbeditha (200-500 C. E.).

The Dialogue in Israel is some-

thing new from another stand-

point. Throughout history Ju-

daism had to meet recurrent chal-

lenges from the non- Jewish world.

With the creation of the State of

Israel a new problem has arisen,

how to prevent estrangement and

ultimate division between Diaspo-

ra Jewry and Israel.

It is not unusual when an at-

tempt is being made to solve a

problem a related problem bobs

up, clamoring for solution. The

deepening of the problem of the

relation of the Diaspora to Israel

places into sharp focus the peren-

nial question of the meaning and

purpose of Jewish existence.

When collective Jewish conscious-

ness first emerged upon the arena

of history the people of Israel set

for itself a high goal: that of ul-

timately becoming "a people in

the image of Cod", "a light of

the Gentiles", "a kingdom of

priests and an holy nation". That

goal was to be accomplished by

the acceptance of the precepts

and commandments of the Torah.

Whether Cod revealed himself to

Abraham or whether Abraham so

thought and felt, he accepted the

mission of instructing those who

were to come alter him "in the

ways of righteousness and jus-

tice". For the fulfilment of that

mission Abraham's descendants

needed a land of their own where

they would be exempt from the

corrupting influences of the rest

of mankind. From the earliest

step of the Hebrew people on the

path of their destiny Hebrew his-

tory was "sacred history" (Heils-

geschichte), not secular history,

and their land, a "Holy Land".

Whether one holds a tradition-

al view of Jewish history or an

evolutionary view, Ethical Mono-

theism became very early the

norm of Hebrew religious belief.

In the words of Leo Baeck: "its

uniqueness reveals itself in that

the will of the one God is recog-

nized as the focal point from

which understanding and think-

ing, acting and hoping, receive

their structure. Everything pro-

ceeds from the One God, He is
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the focus of all that is and all

that shall be."

The first ideological challenge

of Judaism took place in Alex-

andria during the first century

before the common era. There

the Jews encountered the culture

and philosophy of the ancient

Greeks. Philo reinterpreted the

contents of the Torah in such

Hellenic terms as almost to trans-

form it into a philosophic system

that could compete with Stoicism

in its appeal to reason or to the

universal mind, and in its contri-

bution to the moral life. From
earliest time the Torah was not a

frozen or embalmed body of

Law; it was pliable and adaptable

to changed conditions of life by

the process or method of Halacha.

Some nine centuries after Phi-

lo, Judaism was faced again with

the task of formulating a ration-

ale. Again the Jewish intellectual

struggled to resolve the conflict

between the teachings of tradi-

tional Judaism and those ol

Greek philosophy, being medi-

ated by outstanding Arabic thin-

kers. It was Aristotle who domi-

nated the intellectual atmosphere

of the Western world The an-

thropomorphic terms in which

the conception of God through-

out Scripture is expressed offen-

ded the philosophic mind. Mia-

monides (1135-1204) in his

"Guide for the Perplexed" under-

took the task of reconciling Ju-

daism with the prevailing Aris-

totelian philosophy. He stresses

most emphatically that we can-

not arrive at a correct conception

of Diety by studying the surface

meaning of the text of the Torah.

Maimonides went so far as to de-

clare anyone who accepts the

simple and literal meaning of

the Torah, as the only meaning,

is guilty of heresy. The symbolic

or figurative meaning of the

language of revelation, according

to Maimonides, is far mo'.e im-

portant than the literal, and only

philosophic discipline enables

one to decipher it. If a traditional

teaching appears contrary to

reason, it must be interpreted so

as to conform to reason. In mo-

dern parlance, Maimonides would

have been designated as a reli-

gious liberal or ultra-liberal. Yet

he was accepted as a great reli-

gious authority in Judaism, be-

cause of his devotion to the Jew-

ish people. His life was wholly

consecrated to their service, their

interests were his interests. His

reinterpretation of Judaism came

to be regarded as a classic expres-

sion of Jewish teaching. If Ju-

daism is capable of including

Maimonides' "Commentary on

the Mishnah", his "Mishneh To-

rah" and his "Guide for the Per-

plexed" among its library of re-

ligious classics, it is because, in

the words of Mordecai Kaplan,

"Judaism is more than a specific

philosophy of life; it is the on-

going life of a people intent upon

keeping alive for the highest con-

ceivable purpose, despite changes

in the general climate of opin-

ion."

The contemporary crisis in

Judaism dates from the Era of

Emancipation. The price for en-

try into the civic and cultural

life of Western Europe was the

renunciation of Jewish nationali-

ty. Judaism as a religion is sui-

generis; it is more than a system

of belief and dogmas. In Medie-

val Europe Jews existed as a cor-

porate entity — a nation in exile.

Judaism denuded of its national

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elements is no longer Judaism.

The Messianic Idea, the distinc-

tive contribution of the Jewish

genius to the Western world, in

its universal aspect is no different

from the idea of progress in the

humanist tradition, the Social

Gospel, or President Johnson's

"Great Society". To the orthodox

Jew the restoration of the Jewish

people on its ancient soil is an

integral part of the Messianic

idea. Liberal Judaism identifies

itself with prophetic Judaism.

However, the universalism of the

prophets has already entered into

the religious stream of the West-

ern world. The Jewish intellec-

tual, therefore, sees no need for

identification with a particularist

religion, the ethical content of

which has been absorbed bv the

majority religion.

The most ominous sign for the

future of Diaspora Judaism is the

stampede of Jewish intellectuals

away from the Jewish pople. Of
the large, disproportionate, num-
ber of Nobel Prize winners of

Jewish parentage only one or two

are identified with Jewish life or

Jewish religion. Einstein, who
was driven back to the Jewish

people as much by anti-Semitism

as by his ethical sense, was an

exception who proved the rule.

Admittedly, a nation cannot long

endure without a land. Therefore

some stress the concept of Jewish

peoplehood. But no group can

long retain its identity while try-

ing to integrate itself into a ma-

jority culture. The concept of

Jewish peoplehood sounds rea-

sonable as a Platonic Idea but in

actual life it cannot function un-

less there is an inner will strong

enough for a separate existence

which would embrace other dif-

ferentia than a tenuous religious

id°r>tity which in basic values and

~oals is no diffrent from the ma-

jority religion.

The question naturally arises

what factors could engender or

nourish the will to constitute an

organic Jewish community life.

To posit continued Jewish exis-

tence on external factors such as

anti-Semitism is contrary to the

essential nature of Judaism — its

he was released upon the interces-

sion of General Ulysses S. Grant.

Ex-Senator Yulee now retired

from public life and devoted all

his energies in rehabilitating the

Florida Railway system, of which

he was president. It is a tribute

to Yulee's persuasive talents that

on the eve of the Civil War, he

was able to induce northern capi-

tal to invest $5,000,000, a large

sum for those days, in a prospec-

tive Florida railroad. During the

war, he exposed himself to the

animosity of Jefferson Davis in

his efforts to prevent the rails

Ironi being torn up and converted

into cannon. 'Cars, locomotives

and tracks were all rusting to-

gether. For 20 years, he fought

unremittingly to restore the de-

crepit railway. His efforts were

finallj rewarded when English

capitalists bought out the stock-

holders.

Senator Yulee was, without

doubt, an eminent American and

a loyal Southerner. His services

to Florida earned him a perma-

nent and important niche in the

State's history. Today the fien/y

for secession and slaver)' may
seem queer even in the South Yet

the chivalrous Confederates can

only be judged by the state of

mind that obtained such a highly

emotional era.

Yulee and Benjamin merely re-

flected the hysteria prevalent in

a highly controversial period.

From the point of view of their

state or section both were patriots

stirred by the loftiest sentiments

of loyalty. They should, therefore,

be judged together with Calhoun

and Rhett, Lee and Jackson, Jef-

ferson Davis and Alexander Ste-

phens.

But Yulee and Benjamin were

not attacked as misguided fana-

tics to a cause that crushed all

feelings of humanity and justice.

They were assailed as Jews, even

though both had severed all ties

with Judaism. Yulee's enmity to-

wards his father, his obscuring

the family name his eagerness to

marry outside the faith, and his

membership in the Presbyterian

church would indicate a coldness,

perhaps resentment, to his ancient

folk and faith. Yet according to

the diary of Charles Francis

Adams, the Senator from Tennes-

see Andrew Jackson, later Presi-

dent of the United States, de-

clared to him: "There is thai

Yulee, miserable little cuss! ! re-

member him in the House - the

contemptible little Jew — stand-

ing there and begging us — Yes!

President of the World Jewish

Congress, has advised me thai the

German Government is proposing

a new law which will take in the

post-'53 and other categories of

claimants, and which will cost the

Germans an additional one bil-

lion dollars. We are fighting for

some improvements which would

cost another 250 million dollars,

and we are hopeful that we will

reach a final agreement.

Even with all the reparations,

we cannot forget the monstrous

Nazi onslaught against the Tews.

Nuremberg look care ol the

Nazi bigwigs, or most of them.

But a mass of lower-echelon Nazis

went underground or into hiding.

The West German Government

set up a central investigation bu-

reau and they began to get reports

about Nazis who had never laced

justice. The difficulty was they

did not have witnesses to give

evidence, to come forward and

confront the camp commanders,

the murderers, the beasts who had

butchered six million Jews.

The German Goven n: e n t

turned to us in New York, at the

World Jewish Congress Institute

ol Jewish Affairs, and asked us

to find witnesses for hundreds ol

trials of Nazis. We did. Through
our affiliates all over the world,

through our offices, we scoured
the communities and we produced
more than a thousand witnesses.

These investigations of the World
Jewish Congress led to the indict-

ment of many Nazis who would
otherwise have gone scot-free.

And in this connection I want
to give you the latest information

on the position of the Federal

German authorities in connection

with the Statute of Limitations on
war crimes.

The Statute of Limitations

will come up in March before the

German Parliament. In the mean-

time, the Parliament decided to

set up an office to survey all the

material concerning war criminals

which has not yet been checked,

and to report by March 1st. I am
sure that this office will find out

that there is so much general ma-

terial in Poland, Russia, Israel

and America, that it is impossible

to sift it in the two months till

May, when the Statute of Limita-

tions comes into effect.. Based on
this report, there will be a propo-

sal to prolong the Statute of Limi-

tations for murder for another ten

years, and I am very hopeful that

this will be adopted.

There are other issues of great

concern to the World Jewish Con-

gress: die position of Soviet Jewry

is one of them and we will not

rest until the Jews there have the

same facilities as others in Russia.

We are very concerned about anti-

Semitism in all its forms, and the

World Jewish Congress took the

initiative in relation to the Ecu-

menical Council as far back as

February, 1962, when we prepared

the original document that was

submitted to the Vatican Coun-

cil in what turned out to be a

successful effort to achieve a Dec-

laration on anti-Semitism. There

is every hope that the draft

scheme on anti-Semitism will be

finally accepted at the next ses-

sion of the Council.

This is a changing world and

we have to realize that:

1. There are two Jewish worlds

— one, the State the other, the

Diaspora.

2. The Diaspora will always be

with us and we must vouchsafe a

good life for the present and fu-

ture generations.

3. The Diaspora is as necessary

to the well-being of Israel as Israel

is to the spiritual and moral wel-

fare of Jews elsewhere.

4. These two simultaneous free-

doms as they have been called

must be carefully nurtured if a

continuing Jewish life is to per-

sist.

5. We can never think in lerms

of what is but rather as a con-

tinuing effort to meet the chal-

lenges of environment, of chang-

ing values, of world revolution

in thought.

6. In this context we must ac-

cept the proposition that Jews

must live in sameness and differ-

er inherit the intellectual and
cultural baggage of hundreds and
thousands of European Jews
which characterized our society

from 1880 to 1938. Now we take

our nourishment mostly from the

economic, social and educational

opportunities of our respective

societies.

The Jews of Israel have worked
wonders. They have taken in

more than 1,500,000 refugees from
all over the world They have

made the desert bloom—they have

indeed made it a land of milk and
honey. Israeli industry and agri-

culture are surging forward.

Their proud flag is on a score of

ships, and on modern planes.

They have brought us pride and

joy. They have added lustre to

the Jew, be he in Israel or the

Diaspora.

Jews in the Diaspora must re-

main strong, living in peace and

in friendship with their fellow ci-

tizens, taking part to the fullest

extent in the life of their respec-

tive lands. They must continue

to lend a helping hand to the

people of Israel, so long as it is

needed. If they are weak in the

lands of Dispersion, this support

will be impossible — and then Is-

rael will suffer.

To maintain our strength, to

achieve greater unity, we have to

settle down to serious planning.

Now is the time for us to mold a

code of conduct for world Jewish

affairs. The lethargy, the do-

nothing-until-there's-a-crisis atti-

tude must end. The ovei lapping,

the confusion of over-organized

Jewry must end. I offer the World

From the moment the Hebrew

people came into view of history

— 35 cenutries ago — ii was

touched by a lofty vision of hu-

man destiny which was to be ex-

pressed and vindicated within the

life of the nation as a guide to

humanity — "a light of the Gen-

tiles". Hebraic concepts are or-

ganic to Western civilization and

modern thought. The influence

of the Hebraic spirit is in two do-

mains: in moral law and in a

linrature revered over the cen-

turies by more people than have

ever come under the spell of any

other literature.

The Hebrew ideal abhorred

war as a natural state of the uni

verse. "Nation shall not lilt up

the sword against nation, neither

shall they learn war any more,"

was proclaimed by the Hebrew

prophet 25 centuries ago.

Individual morality, social jus-

tice, and universal peace are the

triad foundations of the Hebrew

ideal. Judaism nourished the

great rivers of Christianit) and

Islam. The flight of Hebrew

slaves across the Red Sea in search

of freedom inspired and consoled

all movements of liberation. The

Exodus is the original prototype

of national revolt.

Should a people with such a

glorious past not find again mean-

ing and purpose of existence in

terms of function? Ethically sen-

sitive intellectuals are not look-

ing for an avenue of escape from

Jewish identity. They are looking

for another Maimonides to write

another "Guide for the Per-

plexed".

The title Doctor of Divinity

was conferred by the Hebrew Un-

ion College-Jewish Institute of

Religion on Rabbi Samuel M. Sil-

ver, spiritual leader of Temple

Sinai.

within the sphere of modern education and trained for modern
occupations. They have been freed from bondage to the past
and set on a twentieth century road. This work goes on.

In the last few years, the U. S. government and various
United Nations agencies have called on ORT to place its ex-
periences at the disposal of developing nations in Asia and
Africa. It has been a wonderful source of pride to Jews that an
organization born out of Jewish need and so completely re-

flecting the travail of our people should be called to such tasks.

All reports indicate that ORT is acquitting itself with honor
in its technical assistance missions.

The crowning mission of ORT is the work it has under-
taken in Israel. There it has created a country-wide network
of trade and technical schools of high caliber. Each year, over
20,000 persons are given instruction in skills that are vital to
the growth of the economy and equally vital to the effective

absorption of the newcomers. This constitutes a remarkable
achievement but as ORT itself is the first to acknowledge, it

is not enough. Therefore, at a conference held in New York
a few weeks ago, it was announced that ORT has entered into
an agreement with the Ministry of Education to double the
training capacity of its vocational high schools during the next
five years.

All these are indications that at eighty-five, ORT is more
youthful and vigorous than ever. If the specific means have
changed with the times, ORT nevertheless remains one of the
great constructive forces in Jewish life.

EDITORIALS Chester A. Brown, Editor

WE NEED TO KNOW MORE
Look Magazine, seemingly obsessed for the moment, at

least, carried three separate articles in the month of April on
the subject of Germany. Two were of the opinion-based-on-

observation type: the third was a part of history.

The issue dated April 20th, but in circulation on April

6th, contained a feature by Rabbi Joseph Asher, of Greens-

boro's Temple Emanuel, with the title "Isn't It Time We
Forgave The Germans?" The issue appearing on April 20th

had a treatise on "Germany To-Day, " written by Look's Sen-

ior Editor, Gerald Astor. In this same issue there was the first

of a series devoted to "The Day Hitler Lost The War" — an
enumeration of the events that led to the collapse of Hitler's

plans.

Rabbi Asher's article, which is based on his observations

on a return trip to Germany, from which he fled as a youth,

has caused much discussion and controversy, which in itself

is not to be deplored. Discussion and controversy can help

clear the atmosphere, but only if based on fairplay and not

bias: on logic and not emotion.

From the standpoint of those who might be inclined to

answer the question in the affirmative, the appearance of the

article was unfortunatelv timed. On the very same day,

(strangely enough, in common with the practice of most per-

iodicals, for reasons known only to the publishers, although
bearing the date of April 20th, it was in circulation on April

6th) as the magazine appeared on the bookstands and in the

homes of subscribers, Television Channel 8 telecast a docu-
mentary entitled "Let My People Go," sponsored by the

Xerox Corporation. While the documentary was not pin-point-

ed at the attrocities of the Nazi-Hitler era, there was no mis-

taking the connection. Primarily it is a narrative of events that

led to the establishment of the State of Israel. Important in

the portrayal is reference to the thousands who sought Pales-

tine as a haven of refuge — an escape from the torture

chambers of Germany. So potent was the dramatization that

it was bound to leave a lasting impression on all who saw it.

There is an old adage which says in effect, "The Devil
can quote Scriptures to his own purpose." There are probably
as many Biblical quotes that would justify the view-point that

we should forgive as there are that would oppose. Perhaps the

one most appropriate for those who would let by gones be by-

gones would be the one that says "To err is human; to forgive,

divine."

In our humble opinion the chief consideration that

should underscore our thinking in this matter concerns the

attitude of the German people as a whole, toward the Jew.

Would a Jew, seeking to make his home in Germanv to-day

find himself in a more comfortable environment than that

which prevailed under Hitler?

The question divides itself into two parts — the immed-
iate situation, and the more remote future. Rabbi Asher's

article deals almost entirely with the latter. It is his hope and

belief that indoctrination of the school-age youth with an ap-

preciation of what Judaism is and what it stands for, will in

itself lead to a more concialiatory attitude toward the Jew.

This may materialize. However, it will be several years

before the youth will enter into the larger life of the country

and exert any influence on the country's thinking. What about

the interim? Such reports as we have are diverse and incon-

clusive. No one — or hardly any one believes that there will

be another Hitler in our time. But — has Nazism been entirely

up-rooted, and if not, will turning the other cheek help to

eradicate it?

Rabbi Asher felt the Nazi lash in his youth, and, in com-

mon with countless thousands of others knew what it was to

have lost near and dear ones in the Nazi holocaust. His own
father spent several weeks in Buchenwald and was fortunate

enough to have escaped the common fate of those who perish-

ed in concentration camps and crematoria. As a consequence,

although he favors ultimate forgiveness, he at the same time

stresses that in no way can forgetting be a part of forgiveness.

Rabbi Asher s article contains one very fine suggestion.

He has proposed that a number of German-speaking Ameri-
can rabbis be asked each to devote a month to teaching "the

story of Jews and Judaism" in the German secondary schools.

He says: "There exists in Germany a virtual vacuum of in-

formation on Judaism, other than its victimization in the

Nazi era. There cannot be anything but a warped view of

Jews and Judaism if the only contact with them is either to

read of the tragedy or of the lingering bitterness that one im-

agines besets Jewish people in relation to Germany."

We believe that steps should be taken immediately to

test the feasibility of this plan, and if it should ultimately

eventuate, we suggest that a part of the indoctrination should

include a showing of the film, above referred to, "Let My
People Go."

We looked at Mr. Astors article with hopeful anticipa-

tion. Surely a subject as embrasive as "Germany To-Day"

should include answers to the pertinent questions, which we
missed in Rabbi Asher's article, and which we feel are vital

to an intelligent answer to what our attitude to German to-day

should be. But not so. Aside from concurring with the rabbi

that the German vouth of to-day could not in all fairness be

held responsible for the Nazi era, which they had not exper-

ienced, and about which they only knew through hearsay, the

remainder of Mr. Astors article told about the physical changes

that had been made in both East and West Germany, with the

transformation of former concentration camps, crematoria,

and o^her evidences of the Nazi reign of terror. There was

no indication that these changes were motivated bv anv sense

of contrition. The author refers to them as "The Gay Facade."

In summary let us point out that we take no issue with

Rabbi Asher or Mr. Astor as far as they go. We find the

articles splendid in all respects save one — they do not tell us

enough. We contend that an intelligent answer to the title-

alter we were married. And we've

been missing it through all those

weeks now. Please start it once

more," and she says she hopes I'll

write a column for the guidance

of her son.

She tells me her son . . . now in

his twenties has taken up with a

non-Jewish girl and she says,

"We're worried. He tells us he

hopes to be married to her soon.

He has brought her to our house

and we find her to be a verv nice

girl, but she worries us by reason

of her becoming our daughter-in-

law. Please tell us what, if any-

thing, we can do about that."

Yes, and I have on my desk a

couple of other letters which

speak up in similar sorrow. This

•one: "Our daughter has become

•engaged to a non-Jewish youth

who's in the same class in college

with her. We have been pleading

with her, and she tells us that he

has promised her that after

they're married he'll join with her

in the Jewish temple we belong

to.

"As my husband and I under-

stand it, the same difficult, sad

problem we're having is falling on

many Jewish homes of which the

sons are marrying non-Jewish

girls or their daughters becoming

wives of non-Jews.

"So you see, Mr. Segai. our

problem is not altogether our

own. It is being suffered in a lot

of Jewish homes, and what can be

done about it? Please Mr. Segal,

maybe your column can give us

the answer, and if you don't know
the answer there may be a wiser

leader of yours who can tell us

what to do about this tragedy

that's to fall on our Jewish

house."

And there's this third letter

from a troubled father who
writes: "Dear Sir: Our son is

about to marry a girl who is not

Jewish. We have been pleading

with him, but he keeps telling us

that she is a fine girl who lives

up to the high ideals of religions.

Yes, he tells us that she knows

the highness of Judaism even

1 hough she is not Jewish., and

that she bows her head reverently

whenever she passes one of our

synagogues.

"Well sir, that's the way it

goes in our household in these

times. It has been an all-Jewish

household, including kashruth

and including my own faithful

Judaism. Each morning I put on

my t'fillim for prayer, as I have

been doing this from the time I

was 13 years old and was started

in Judaism by bar-mitzvah.

"Please, Mr. Segal, what can

we do about our son who is about

to marry the non-Jewish girl;

1 hough he keeps telling us that

her life always will be high up

on the idealism that is of Juda-

ism. So, sir, what can we do about

this tragic matter of our lives

which have through all our years

been all-Jewish."

And, yes, what shall my reply

be to these three appeals? How
can this column be of help to

these troubled parents? What can

a columnist do to stop love . . .

even love that's a challenge to the

high meaning of our religion?

Oh, I know what to say to these

three who are marring away from

our religion. I could tell them:

Dear girl and you two boys

who're about to be married away

from our high religion! I myself

married a Jewish girl 57 years ago

and we keep staying satisfactorily

I
,

married even unto now. So I'm

asking, what if I had married a

Christian girl 57 years ago? Oh, I

really don't know the answer, ex-

cept to say that by marrying a

Jewish girl I have managed to be

faithful to the meaning of our

religion . . . that is to walk high

on the Jewish way of life. (But,

mind you, I'm not saying you'll

fall all the way out of high Juda-

ism if you marry those Christians.

Even then you can remain Jewish-

ly of character, and lead your hus-

band and your wife along the

way of noble Jewish living.)

Anyway, I'm leaving the prob-

lem to the wisdom of my readers

. . . particularly to the wisdom of

rabbis and to the philosophy of

the professors of the Hebrew Un-

ion College which is of our town.

Let them write to me the answer

to the problem: Why intermar-

riage may be a fatal thing to the

life of Judaism, and how can we

persuade those kids from marry-

ing that way?

Yes, such protest against inter-

marriage may be a cause which

the Jewish press can serve well.

THE SAME OLD TUNE
The unusually long quiescence of the American Jewish

Committee was broken last month, when, following the organ-

ization's 21 st annual conference, at the Park Sheraton Hotel
in Washington on May i , Rabbi Elmer Berger, executive vice-

president, "submitted" to an interview.

After reading over carefully the Rabbi's remarks, we
could not come to any conclusion as to what prompted them.
There was absolutely nothing new in them. The Council is at

least consistent. If we were not fearful of being considered

vulgar, we would say it was the same old hog-wash. For ex-

ample: Rabbi Berger said in part, "It is a perversion of any
manifestation of contemporary Judaism to assign its devotees

because they are Jews, any elements of secular nationality re-

lated to any national sovereignity, just as any such collective,

automatic, attribution is in violation of the American consti-

tutional principle separating church and state."

And so on, and nauseam. Doesn't it all sound familiar?

We can think of only two possible reasons for the diserta-

tion. Perhaps the Council merely wanted to reassure an un-

anxious world that it was still in existence. Or—maybe the

fund-raising campaign needed a shot in the arm. As far as we
are concerned neither is sufficient excuse to impose monotony
on the innocent news-reader. This isn't news.

A SIGNIFICANT ANNIVERSARY
It comes something of a shock to realize that the Hebrew

University of Jerusalem is forty years old.

One recalls the Olympian setting of its dedication on
Mount Scopus. Dr. Chaim Weizmann presided and the chief

address was delivered by Lord Balfour. Other speakers includ-

ed Sir Herbert Samuel, High Commissioner for Palestine,

Chief Rabbi Kook and, characteristically, the great Hebrew
poet Chaim Nachman Bialik.

Actually, one could or should reach back to still earlier

days, as far back as the i 88o's, when the idea of a Jewish Uni-

versity was first proposed in German Zionist circles. And one
should cast one's memory to the "greats" who participated in

the evolutionary process begun over twenty years ago and
which continues to this day—men like Herzl, Einstein, Buber,

Achad Ha'am, Ehrlich, the Rothschilds, the Warburgs and
many others of similar stature.

In 1918, when the first twelve foundation stones, sym-

bolizing the Tribes of Israel, were laid, witnesses reported

gunshots could be heard, for the land was being fought over

by the British and the Turks. Thirty years later conflict with

the Arabs forced removal from the hallowed ground on
Mount Scopus. In the few years which have since ensued, in a

prodigious burst of building, a new campus has been created

at Givat Ram and the magnificent medical center, erected in

partnership with Hadassah, stands high on a hilltop at Ein
Kerem.

From the three small institutions dedicated in 1925 has

grown a fullfledged university. From a few hundred students

enrollment has swelled beyond the 10,000 mark and the facul-

ty numbers well over a thousand.

The fortieth anniversary of the Hebrew University is

truly a landmark in modern Jewish history. It is fitting that

the American Friends of the Hebrew University celebrate the

occasion with a dinner in tribute to the organization's found-

ers. And it is particularly noteworthy that Supreme Court Jus-

tice Arthur J. Goldberg, an avowed Zionist, should speak at

the celebration dinner.

In an era when the adjective "historic" suffers from over

use, it is refreshing and heartening to note an event honestly

deserving of the appelation.

On the historic occasion of the Hebrew University's 40th

anniversary, we can do no less than to extend our best wishes

to the American Friends and our greetings to Supreme Court

Justice Goldberg.

UNWARRANTED EXTREMES
The Synagogue Council of America, representing our

three religious denominations, has adopted a statement on
funeral and mourning practices which it hopes will serve as

a guide to the entire Jewish community. Emphasizing that a

funeral is a solemn religious service, the Council urges that it

be completely under the guidance and regulation of the spirit-

ual leader. It calls for a simple service, for unostentatious cas-

kets and opposes public viewing of the deceased. As to the

period of mourning following the funeral, statement says:

"SHIVA is a period of mourning for the bereaved family.

In keeping with the solemnity of the occasion, visitors should

not expect nor contribute to the creation of festive hospitality.

Charitable contributions are a more appropriate testimonial

to the memory of the deceased than are gifts."

Lavish display, vulgar ostantation, complete lack of good
taste is an illness from which a large sector of our affluent

American Jewry is suffering today. We indulge in five-thou-

sand-dollar Bar-and-Bat Mitzvas. For Rosh Hashana many of

us are making it a habit to go away to an expensive hotel in-

stead of staying home and attending the services in the syna-

gogue of which we ourselves are dues-paying members. The
observance of the Passover Seder at home is now by many re-

garded as old-fashioned—better go to a communal Seder and
pay as high as $15 a plate, or to show that you are "real ritzy,"

We
haven't yet arrived at the stage where there is dancing at such

affairs. But maybe we'll come to that also in due time.

What is needed badly is a course in good taste, a course

which our synagogue-centers might offer to their membership.
Such a course would emphasize that while we need not cry

and wail constantly, as some of our ancestors were wont to do
as a mark of sorrow over their dear, departed dead, it is the

height of vulgarity to turn the period of mourning into a sea-

son of gladness particularly if the hosts are really heart-broken

over the passing of a close relative.

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100th Anniversary of Lincoln's Death

Jewish^Moments In Lincoln's Life

DR. ISRAEL GOLDSTEIN

President Lincoln died from
the assasin's bullet April \d, 1865.

The 1 00th anniversary ot the

death of America's martyred
President,, regarded by many as

its greatest son, will be observed

in many lands ar.d by many peo-

ples. It is an occasion for Jews
not only in the United States but

everywhere to recall also the mo-
ments of Jewish interest in his

Iramatic life and death

The Jewish population of the

United States during that period

of American history numbered
less than 200,000. In the great de-

bate on the issue of the abolition

of Negro slavery, a number of

prominent Rabbis- of the period

vere among the most outspoken

advocates of abolition, including

Isaac Leeser and Sabbato Mo
rais of Philadelphia, Samuel M.
Isaacs of New York, David Ein-

horn of Baltimore and Liebman
Adler of Chicago

During Lincoln's career preced-

ing and following his ascent to

the presidency a number of Jews

were among his devoted support-

ers. Abraham Jonas, prominent
in Jewish affair.; in Cincinnati

and one of the founders of the

first Jewish Congregation in that

city, as well as one of the influen-

tial leaders of the Republican
Party in his State, was an inti-

mate friend of Lincoln for 30

ears. Julius Hammerslaught of

Springfield, Illinois, Henry Green-

baum of Chicago and Abraham
J.

Dittenhoefer of New York, a Re-

publican member of the Electoral

College from New York in 1864,

were among his friends and sup-

porters.

Sigismund Kaufman of New
York a founder of the Legal Aid
Society of New York and a direc-

tor of the Hebrew Orphan
Asylum, had served as a member
of the Electoral College from New
York in 1860. Shortly after Lin-

coln's inauguration, Kaufmann
was offered the post of Minister

to Italy, but he declined. Joseph

Seligman of New York, a banker,

was consulted by President Lin-

coln on matters of finance. Abra-

ham Kohn, a Chicago merchant,

who was President of the local

congregation and was a popular

leader in local politics, was a

staunch admirer of Lincoln and

presented to him upon his elec-

tion as President a silk flag, the

work of his own hands, m the

folds of which was inscribed verse

9 of Chapter I of the Book of

|osuah: 'Have I not commanded
thee, 'Be strong and of good cour-

age be not afraid, neither be dis-

mayed, for the Lord thy God is

with thee, withersoever thou go-

est.'

"

In addition to the appoint-

ment of Jews to high military and

civilian positions, two official acts

of President Lincoln which were

of special Jewish moment, reflec-

ted his broad spirit of tolerance

and fairness. One was his recom-

mendation, approved by Con-

gress, to reverse an existing provi-

sion which had limited the ap-

pointment of Chaplains in the

army to "regularly ordained min-

isters of some Christian denomi-

nation." In consequence of the

change, four Jewish Chaplains

were appointed. There had been

considerable agitation over this

matter, led by the Board of De-

legates of American Israelites, the

first representative body ol Ame-

rican Jewry. The other was the

result of a storm of protest during

the Civil War over General

Grant's order excluding Jewish

peddlers from army camps be-

cause a lew had been thought

guilty of illegal traffic. Lincoln

rescinded the order, and states,

"I don't like to see a class or na-

tionality condemned on account

of a few sinners." There were

more than 10,000 Jewish soldiers

in the Union forces, a number far

beyond the proportion of Jewry

in the general population.

Lincoln died early on a Sab-

bath morning. Hence the first pub-

lic expressions of shock and grief

and the first eulogies were de-

livered from the pulpits of Jewish

congregations. Of the 50,000 who
participated in the mourning pro-

cession in New York following

the funeral in Washington, 7,000

were Jews.

Much has been written on the

influence of the Bible, especially

the Old Testament, on Lincoln's

mind and soul. It was the one

book which, more than any other

he knew, loved and quoted. In the

Stan-

ley B. Brundage of the Norfolk

architectural firm of Brundage 8c

Cohen Associates, designed the

new addition. Although the total

cost will exceed $400,000.00, the

indebtedness on the building will

be under that sum according to

agreements with the seven affili-

ated Jewish communities of Vir-

ginia which together financed the

Beth Sholom Home.

Most of the space in the new

wing will be in semi-private ac-

commodations where two persons

will share a room. There will also

be two 4-bedrooms and five pri-

vate rooms for those residents re-

quiring special nursing and medi-

cal care.

The new structure is U shaped

and. will have three distinct

wings. One of these is the medical

treatment and special service

wing. This will include the office

of the nursing supervisor, doctor's

examining room, interview room,

waiting-sitting room, laboratory,

pharmacy, physiotherapy room,

beauty parlor, and occupational

therapy room. The latter is the

largest room of the new wing and

will accommodate fifty residents

working together at any one

time. The Home has a full-time

registered occupational therapist

on its staff and is making plans

to ^expand its sheltered workshop

program. In the past few months

the Home has acquired several

additional contracts and is anx-

ious to expand this phase of its

program.

The new addition will have

two dining areas and a total of

four lounge areas. This will make

it possible to have residents enter-

tain visitors and have simultane-

ous small group programs. The

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He Wedded Jewish Music To The

Center's Cultural Program

Dr. Abraham Binder and the YM-YWHA

A significant chapter 111 the

history of the Jewish Community
Center movement is the unique

achievement of Dr. Abraham W.
Binder in making a place tor and

integrating Jewish music into the

educational program of the Cen-

ter and YM-YWHA.

It began on a day in Septem-

ber, 1917, when Rabbi Aaron G.

Robison, the then executive di-

rector of the 92nct St. YM-YWHA,
invited Binder to organize a mu-

sic department at the Y. The first

trained Jewish musician engaged

as a full-time staff member of a

YMHA, Binder came to the Y
with a youthful reputation. He
was barely out of his teens when
he had founded and become the

conductor of the Hadassah Cho-

ral Union, the first chorus in

America to sing Palestinian songs.

He had written them down as

he heard them from Palestinians

in the United States. Even earlier,

as the son of a cantor, he had

composed musical settings for

the synagogue liturgy.

Soon after Binder joined the

Y staff, he organized the Y Jew-

ish Chorus, one of the oldest in

the country, and created a chil-

dren's chorus and Y orchestra. For

the children's chorus he composed

a Hanakak oratorio, "Judas Mac-

cabeus." and an operreta, "Joseph

and His Brethren". Both had

their premiers at the Y. Later

they were performed in English

all over the country at other

YMHAs which had been stimu-

lated to form similar children

choruses.

Then, as now, one of the city's

finest non-professional singing so-

cieties, the Y Jewish Chorus had
a repertoire that reflected Bin-

der's early efforts to introduce the

songs of Zion to America. The
chorus' rehearsals and concerts

under Binder's direction and its

singing at the Y's Friday evening

services attracted large numbers

of young people thirsting for

Jewish cultural inspiration. When
Binder returned from his first

visit to Palestine in 1924, he

brought back a collection ol the

new songs of the Halutzim. These

he arranged for mixed chorus and

performed them at the Y and

then published them, thus creat-

ing welcome new Jewish musical

fare for other choral groups in

Ys and Centers that began to

adopt the pattern he had fash-

ioned at the Y.

The Y chorus was in great de-

mand for performances at all ma-

jor Jewish events. It participated

in the New York welcome to the

Hebrew poet, Bialik, and at ma-

ny Zionist functions. Its memo-
rable concert of all-Jewish music

at Town Hall in 1926 paved the

way for regular programs oi Jew-

ish music at the Y, something new

for New York in those da)s.

One performance of the Y's

Jewish Chorus had a major in-

fluence not only on Binder's life

but on spreading interest in the

performance of Jewish music to

the wider community.

Sitting on the platform one

evening in 1921 watching "The

Pageant of the Strong," staged at

the Hotel Astor by the New York

Federation of Jewish Philanthro-

pies, the late Rabbi Stephen S.

Wise listened with surprise and

delight as the Y Jewish Chorus

presented a selection of Hebrew

songs. Before he left that night

Dr. Wise shook the hand of the

tall, intense-looking young direc-

tor whose baton had led the cho-

rus and who had written the mu-

sic for the pageant. Then he

scribbled the name of Abraham
W. Binder in his memo book as

one to remember. Soon after Dr.

Wise invited Binder to become

choir master at the Free Syna-

gogue and later appointed him
to the faculty of the newly-estab-

lished Jewish Institute of Reli-

gion. In this twin role he became

one of the ablest advocates of

Jewish music in our time and an

influential composer in the ad-

vancement of synagogue music in

America.

One of the crowning achieve-

ments of Binder's career is the

Y School of Music, now in its 48th

year. In effect the first conserva-

tory of music under Jewish aus-

pices, this renowned school guid-

ed thousands of young people

through the study of music for

pleasure and professional careers.

THE TRANSFORMATION OF DAVID

For two out of three human be-

ings across the globe, the great

dream of our times is the upward
thrust from under the shadows of

long accepted poverty and degra-

dation. For the North African

Jew, long burdened by these an-

cient millstones and now caught

up in the political upheavals

which express this thrust, there

is added a new dimension of fear

and insecurity to which there is

often only one answer — to leave.

With uncertainty and trepida-

tion, many have taken this migra-

tion path to Israel, there to take

up still another challenge — that

of hewing out a way of life amidst

unfamiliar surroundings.

How is it possible to triumph

over these multiple burdens?

What inner resources of body and

spirit must be mined, brought to

the surface and expanded? Some
light is shed on the process by

this story of the transformation

of one human being, David, for-

merly of Morocco, now of Israel.

He first saw the light of day

twenty years ago in a hovel hewn
out of a hillside deep in the Atlas

Mountains in southern Morocco.

David's father was the village

cobbler. When the family moved

to town, his father took up a stall

in the mellah, working his last

by daylight, while David and his

brothers and sisters roamed the

ghetto byways, dressed, if one

may call it that, in the rags and

castoffs which were the uniform

of their kind.

At the age of 13, a stunted and

under-nourished youth, he was

enrolled in the ORT school at

Ain Sebaa in Casablanca, and

this marked the beginning of his

formal education. He learned to

read and write properly. He was

taught Hebrew and religious sub-

jects. Slowly, laboriously, he was

trained in carpentry. The school

also gave him a good solid meal

every day. David still recalls his

humiliation when he first applied

for admission to the Ain Sebaa

School. They refused him, think-

ing he could not be more than

nine. But then he began to grow.

This school is one of the most

modern centres of technical edu-

cation in North Africa. While Da-

vid learned what to do with wood,

how to repair window frames and

make furniture, he looked wist-

fully at other boys studying me-

chanics, radio communication and

engineering. But for the moment

he was satisfied. He was learning

a skilled trade — the first in his

family to do so.

Two years later began the big

change in his life. The entire fa-

mily arrived in Israel. They came

to Kiryat Gat, the new town then

being planned in the Lachish re-

gion. Here, miraculously they all

thought, they were given a house

of their own!

David was now fifteen, and as

an ORT — trained carpenter, was

well qualified to begin earning

some money, especially with all

the building sites springing up

outside the little township. He
got a job and was able to help the

family.

David could have gone on for

the rest of his life in Kiryat Gat.

He made friends easily. There

was an exciting atmosphere about

the place, and work in plenty.

But his ambition had been fired.

He was intelligent, and he saw

that Israel could absorb any num-

ber of young men with higher

technical skills. He aspired to be

an engineer. He discussed his

problem with Jewish Agency

welfare workers, who sent him to

Tel Avid for an interview.

An ORT trainee? This was

encouraging. The Jewish Agency

sent him to the Syngalowski Cen-

tre outside Tel Aviv. The youth

applied for the three-year preci-

sion mechanics course.

It was explained that due to

the large immigration, there was

a long waiting list. Could he re-

turn eight months later, in Sep-

tember?

It was not a very promising re-

ply to a young man impatient to

get on, and with problems at

home. His father had died, his

youngest sister and brother were

North Carolina Home
For The Jewish Aged

Edited by Dr. William B. Furie

"The Miracle on the Yadkin" is

blooming into reality. The fnsi

wing of the North Carolina Jew-

ish Home for the Aged is now
about 75% complete. From all

indications the first fort- -eight

beds will be ready for occupancy

in the late summer of the year. El-

bert E. Levy, Executive Director

of the Home, is now screening ap-

plications for proper placement on

the waiting list.

The opening of this section will

see a completely new concept in

Geriatric care. Each room is to be

equipped with multi-purpose fur-

niture where the ambulatory resi-

dent can live in a homey restful

atmosphere; yet, should he become
ill, a few minutes of minor ad-

justments in certain furniture and

he can be cared for in the same

manner and in his own room, as

if he had been transferred to a

hospital. Each room will have two

comfortable beds with individual

night stands, individual overbed

lights, a sitting section with two

easy chairs designed especially lot

j
Geriatric care. Between the easy

chairs there will be a lamp table

with lamp and accessories. There

will also be a combination desk-

game table with two pull-up-chairs,

two private closets with additional

cabinet space, two dressers with

mirrors and lights above the dress-

ers, a private bath with shower

and washroom- all with appropri-

ate safety aids for the elderly. In

case of emergency, there will be an

electronic audio-visual device con-

nected directly to the nursing sta-

tion, where the complete situation

can be monitored, evaluated, and
(the necessary emergency supplies

pmmediately assembled and then

brought to the patient.

There will be several sitting

areas throughoui the wing for

visiting and general socializing. A
large bright dining room with

beautiful chandeliers and conver-

sation areas is provided, in addi-

tion to the normal dining arrange-

ment of four place tables. All, of

course, are designed for ease of use

by all ages. A completely modern

Kosher kitchen will service this

area for everyday use and special

occasions. This wing will be fur-

ther beautified with decorator co-

lors, vinyl wall coverings, draper-

ies, resiliant floor coverings and

area rugs.

The structure is attached to and

has direct access to the Lasiter

Mansion which has been remodeled

to accommodate the Administra-

tive Offices, Social Service, and

recreational office. Doctor's office

and examining room, Director of

Nursing and Physical Therapy De-

partment. This clinical and ad-

ministrative area will be separated

by a large beautiful foyer and re-

ception room which will be fur-

nished for general visiting, writ-

ing, card games and miscellaneous

activities. An all purpose room

and. Chapel joins the foyer and is

followed by the Occupational-In-

dustrial Therapy, hobbyshops.

The whole structure is connec-

ted, by a wide corridor with social

area alcoves, all looking out on

and having access to the terraces

overlooking the Yadkin River. The
second, floor of this structure, ac-

cessible by three separate flights

of stairs and an elevator that

could accommodate wheel chairs,

is being remodeled lor a Barber-

shop, a Beauty Parlor, and an ad-

joining large all purpose game
room. This room will be used as

Mill in school, while one of his

older sisters had joined the Army
and the other was a nurse.

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A TRIBUTE TO HARRY SCHNEIDER!
By Harry W. Levy

As one looks forward to attend-

ing an 80th birthday tribute to

Harry Schneiderman on the oc-

casion of the publication o! the

new ''Who's Who in World Jew-

ry", of which he is a co-editor, one

can't help but think of how time

Hies and other such similar pla-

titudinous thoughts. But it, nev-

ertheless, doesn't seem thirty years

ago that I attended a 50th birth-

day celebration given for Harry

at the Vanderbilt Hotel on Janu-

ary 2.8, 1935. But I have a yel-

lowed clipping as evidence, a

story I did for the Jewish Daily

Bulletin, that abortive ahead-of-

the-time English language daily

that was produced so unprofitably

by the late Jacob Landau in those

hectic days of early Hitlerism. the

German-American Bund and the

anti-Semitic Silver Shirts.

It was a gala group that attended

the luncheon for Harry, then

editor of the American Jewish

Committee. Among those piesent

were Dr. Solomon Lowenstein,

executive director of the Jewish

Federation of New York; Jacob

Landau, managing director of the

Jewish Telegraphic Agency; Dr.

Robert Ashworth, education sec-

retary of the National Conference
of Christians and Jews; and Pro-

fessor Morris Raphael Cohen, the

eminent City College of New
York philosopher.

These men are all long since

dead; today, their names are sym-

bols of the links between the past

and the present ol Jewish lile, of

which Harry Schneiderman is a

bridge. There were messages, too,

from other prominent people who
couldn't be present: Arthur Hays
Sulzberger of the New York
Times; Dr. Cyrus Adler, president

of the American Jewish Commit-
tee and the Jewish Theological

Seminary; and others too numer-
ous to mention — men who knew
and admired Harry and his ac-

complishments.

The story was told then, and
bears repeating now, of the

young ward of the Hebrew Or-

phan Asylum who had aspired to

be a teacher, but who was turned

down by an examiner of the New
York City School System on the

physical ground that a five footer

wouldn't be able to maintain dis-

cipline in the classroom.

was teaching's loss; and the Ame-
rican Jewish community's gain.

All of the speakers said that,

and I remember particularly the

line uttered by one of the great

teachers of all time, Professor

Cohen, who said: "My bean goes

out to the man who does his

work day by day."

That's the story of Harr\

Schneiderman. a tireless worker

who has always been apprecia-

tive of the privilege of life and

who felt that living carried with

it the obligation to serve one's

fellowmen. Today, he has just

completed his labors in behall of

the new "Who's Who in World

Jewry", of which he is co-editor

with I.
J.

Carmin Karpman. And
today, he also is planning for his

next editorial project.

That's the nature of the ever-

lastingly youthful minded Harry

Schneiderman, a man who con-

tinued his editorial and writing

labors ten years ago as co-editor

of the first "Who's Who in

World Jewry" even alter official

retirement, and even after his

eyesight was failing. But with the

aid of his devoted wife of forty-

eight years, Tillie, who serves as

his eyes, Harry is already at work

on new projects he is not quite

ready to announce.

Al-

though originally a haven for

persecuted Jews, America has

now become the center of world

Jewry, notwithstanding the exis-

tence of the State of Israel.

Captain Jack Jouett
Hero of the
American Revolution

The Road to Freedom

JACK JOUETT'S RIDE
The road to freedom was really no road at all for little known

Virginia hero Captain Jack Jouett. It was a punishing, 40-mile,
cross country ride; a desperate, dead of night gallop to warn
Governor Thomas Jefferson and the Virginia legislature that the
British were coming.
No one ordered Jack Jouett on that ride. He saw his duty—and

did it. Forty miles—from Cuckoo Tavern, in Louisa County, to

Monticello, near Charlottesville. As Tarleton's redcoats trotted

along the road to Charlottesville, Jouett cut his own road to freedom
—through the fields and woods of the rough Virginia countryside.
To his dying day, Jouett's face bore the scars of tree limbs. To this

day, the nation bears him a debt of gratitude. For Jefferson and the
legislature escaped. A disaster in our fight for freedom was averted.

The road to freedom is seldom a highroad, with hands playing
and flags flying. It is more often a rough way, unmapped, through
darkness and danger. It has not been the way ofease and expediency,
but the way of individual initiative and determination, that has
paved our long American Road to Freedom.

vices. About one or two in ten

of those affiliated are there for

the Sabbath services.

Concerning this so called re-

ligious revival, Rabbi Arthur

Hertzberg states: "Religion is ul-

timately not institutions and

structures, or even success in

adapting to a changing scene. It

is faith, and the personal conduit

which flows from it. In that deep-

est dimension Jewish religion in

America is failing amidst its great

pragmatic success."

An important road leading to

religious faith and conduit is

presently in critical condition clue

to the apathy of the Jewish com-

munity.

For example, the Jewish Day

School which in 1958 represented

only 8.5 per cent of the total en-

rollment, is concentrated mainly

in New York.

Schools. Is this sufficient? Profes-

sor Janowsky exclaims: "It is not

education they receive, but expo-

sure. There is a high correlation

between exposure and infection,

but Jewish education is not in-

fectious."

Statistics provided by the Jew-

ish Education Committee show

that out of about 50,000 students

in elementary grades, only i 6,881

are enrolled in Hebrew high

schools. Unfortunately an ele-

mentary education is not enough

to aid one in understanding the

complexities of a religion 2.000

years old.

The vision of Rabbi Robison

was expanded by his successors,

Jack Nadel and Carl Urbont, who
gave Dr. Binder a completely

free hand,, encouragement and

support to carry out the ideas

which enabled the Y to make a

singular contribution to music.

The Y music school, which now
has 600 students and a faculty of

50. has had a vast influence on

countless people who in the Y

found and developed an interest

in music under Binder's leader-

ship. Among its distinguished

alumni are Izler Solomon, con-

ductor of the Indianapolis Sym-

phony, Burl Ives, Norman Atkins,

Siegfried Landau, Sylvia Kupfer-

stein and Prof. Howard Shane.

Future cantors, rabbis, musicolo-

gists, social workers, music teach-

ers, instrumentalists and artists

who came under Binders in-

fluence at the Y's music school

were not only enriched as musi-

cians and lovers of music but

became deeply committed as Jews

and more aware of the musical

heritage of the Jewish people.

The exciting musical climate

Dr. Binder generated at the Y

made it one of the great musical

centers of the city. Aspiring mu-

sicians from all parts of the city

found a ready welcome diere un-

der Binder's magic wand as teach-

er and leader. The young artists'

competition he created at the Y
in 1943 to give young people

ready for their concert debut a

chance to appear in public at-

tracted students from music con-

servatories throughout the coun-

try. The contestants, many of

whom went on to distinguished

musical careers that w ere

launched at the Y, were judged

by such musical greats as Heifitz,

Kipnis. Resnick. List. Morini

and Rosenstock.

In 1947 Binder expanded the

Y's orchestra into a symphonic

workshop where a whole genera-

tion of professional soloists has

found a opportunity to try their

wings before subjecting them-

selves to critical review. Dozens

of its former members now occu-

py chairs in great symphony or-

chestras. The annual concerto

concert of the Y symphony work-

shop provides a unique opportu-

nity for young pianists, violinists

and singers to play solo with a

symphony orchestra.

The musical activi-

ties at the Y. ranging from for-

mal recitals and concerts to

classes, the orcnestra and the

Many problems are left

out completely, namely the dete-

riorating condition of the Jew-

ish press, and the explosive con-

dition of Negro- Jewish relation-

ships.

Binder has instilled in his stud-

ents the same desire for excellence

that he has himself pursued.

In a city celebrated the world

over for its cultural facilities and

style-setting, the Y became under

Binder's leadership a major force

for musical programming that has

exercised incalculable influence

on cultural programs in Jewish

Community Centers around the

country. Young and old, amateurs

and professionals, not only find

exciting outlets for musical ex-

pression at the Y, but have their

cultural outlook broadened and

enriched.

The place of the family in tbe

musical education of the child

has been one of Binder's special

interests at the Y. He was a pio-

neer in encouraging parents to re-

sume music studies dropped or

interrupted in childhood so that

they could study together with

their children and spur them on

in their musical training. The
idea of family teams in music,

which he developed at the Y, has

attracted the enthusiastic interest

of music educators throughout the

country. His efforts to cement

family ties, to repopularize home
music-making and to restore cul-

ture to the home have given real

meaning to the popular euphem-

ism that the family that plays

together stays together.

When hundreds of Jewish musi-

cians fleeing the Nazi terror in

Europe arrived in the 1930s,

Binder made the Y's music de-

partment their haven for comfort,

advice and job placement. He
helped bring over scores of mu-

sicians, obtained positions for

many of them in other Centers

and Ys and engaged a number of

them for his own faculty.

HA from folksongs to larger

works, many of which were still

unknown. He directed the Y Cho-

rus in the premier of Jacob Wein-

berg's oratorio, "Isaiah," and in

the first performances of many
of his own compositions. Among
these were "Israel Reborn," writ-

ten for the Y's 75th anniversary,

and "Heart of America," created

in celebration of the American

Jewish Tercentenary.

During his second visit to Pal-

estine in 1931, Binder conducted

the Palestine Symphonic Ensem-

ble in the Premiere of his over-

ture for full orchestra, "Hecha-

lutzim." He also assembled a new
collection of Halutz, Yemenite

and Arabic melodies which he

adapted and arranged for mixed

chorus. These songs were not only

performed for the first time in

this country by the Y Chorus, but

were added to the growing reper-

toire of Hebrew and Yiddish cho-

ral music known to American

Jewry. At the Y, Binder, through

his expertly edited song books,

choral arrangements, piano and

orchestral scores and Israeli melo-

dies established a hallmark of

high standards that have been

emulated by music teachers in

Jewish communities throughout

the world.

In the 1930s and 1940s, Binder
lectured on all phases of Jewish

music throughout the country,

bringing the message of Jewish

culture to scores of communities
and inspiring Jewish Community
Centers to establish music depart-

ments along the lines ot the 92d
St. YM-YWHA. Over the years his

ideas took root in the Center
field. Today Centers have music
departments, choruses, orchestras

and record libraries, and regular-

ly sponsor recitals by young ar-

tists and musical luminaries,

chamber ensembles, conceits of

Hebrew and Yiddish folksongs

and local Jewish music councils,

thanks to the example of music

enjoyment, performance and crea-

tivity of which Binder's work at

the 92d St. Y was the forerunner.

His own works are constantly per-

formed by Center musical groups.

From his headquarters ai the

V, Binder organized in 19S9 the

Jewish Music Forum, a musico-

logical society which performed
now Jewish music at monthly
meetings and led to the creation

of similar forums in other cities.

This society's successor, the Jew-
ish Liturgical Society of America,

was also founded by Binder at

the Y to preserve and stimulate

the development of the Jewish

liturgical heritage.

When the National Jewish

Welfare Board launched the Na-
tional Jewish Music Council in

the 1940s to intensify Jewish mu-
sical actvity in its affiliated Cen-
ters and Ys, Binder became one
of the Council's most creative

leaders and enthusiastic suppor-

ters. In the past twenty years the

Jewish Music Council has had a

decided impact on raising the le-

vel of Jewish musical performance

and creativity in the communities

and on encouraging the forma-

tion of community-wide Jewish

music councils.

during ihe Civil War it often

served him as a source 01 comfort
and inspiration. He had a premo-
nition of his tragic death and
gave expression to his mystic feel-

ing that, like Moses, he would
bring his people to the shores of

the Promised Land but would not

himself live to enter therein.

One of the ptominenl Ameri-

can Rabbis of the time, Rabbi
Isaac M. Wise of Cincinnati, held

the view that Abraham Lincoln

was of Jewish ancestry, and stated

that Lincoln himself told him so,

but it is thought that it may have
been nothing more than a bit of

pleasantry, as there are no facts

to substantiate it

The assertion is often heard
that Lincoln was an unreligious

man. A study of his life, letters

and conversations indicates the

opposite to be tne fact. A deep
religious mysticism pervaded his

nature. When he was about to

enter upon his presidential duties,

he took leave of bis home and old

associations in the following words:

"I now leave not knowing when
or whether I may return, with a

task before me greater than that

which rested upon Washington.

Without the assistance of that

Divine Being, who ever aitended

him, I cannot succeed. With that

assistance, I cannot fail. Trusting

in Him who can go with me, and
remain with you, and be every-

where for good, let us confidently

hope that all wil ! yet be well." In

any of the crises which subse-

quent}' confronted him, he in-

voked the aid of that Divine

Power.

On another occasion Abraham
Lincoln uttered the following

credo: "I believe the Will of God
prevails; without Him all human
reliance is vain,

"I have a solemn oath regis-

CTred in Heaven to finish the

work I am in, with malice toward

none, with charity for all, with

firmness in the right as God gives

me to see the right."

BERNARD M. BARUCH
The eulogies and warm tributes that followed the an-

nouncement of the passing of Bernard M. Baruch, at the age
of 94, in his home in New York City on the night of June 20th,

unmistakeably point to the fact that the world will be poorer
for the death of the noted industralist, statesman and philan-

thropist.

It was as if fore-ordained that his demise occured on Fathers'

Day, for if there is any single word that would best describe

the chief characteristic of the man it would be "paternal."

Confidant of high-ranked statesmen the world over, he dispens-

ed of his wisdom and experience as a father would to his son.

At an age when most men would have retired to rocking-

chair and slippers, he sat on his park bench where the high
and the low could benefit from his advice and observations.

There were many outstanding events in Mr. Baruch's

long and colorful career. At various stages, he rose from his

humble beginnings in South Carolina, where he was born to

immigrant parents, and served his country in various official

and unofficial capacities too numerous to mention. In his

latter years he gave of his time and resources to a wide variety

of philanthropic purposes. A millionaire at the age of 30,

nevertheless that will not be his final epitaph. Rather—"ser-
vice"—a paternal advisor to his fellow man.

May he find the eternal peace that is the just reward for

a full and exemplary life.

COUNCIL, NOT COMMITTEE
The first paragraph of the lead editorial appearing in

our June issue, entitled, 'The Same Old Tune" referred to

the American Jewish Committee. It should have been the

American Council for Judaism. While subsequent reference

is to the Council and the tenor of the editorial unmistakeably

points to the Council, we believe we owe it to the Committee,
for which we have a high regard, to explain the inadvertence,

and to apologize. The fact that the two organizations have the

same initials, transposed, is the only thing that the two have

in common.

ISRAEL'S INCONSISTENCY
It has not been infrequent in the past, that when there

have been questions raised of Jewish content, we would have

three separate view-points—those of the Reform, the Conserva-

tive, and the Orthodox. We now have a controversy in which

Reform and Conservative have joined ranks in opposition to

Orthodoxy. The immediate issue emenates from the State of

Israel.

It is perhaps a bit unreasonable to expect the 17 year old

Israel, a babe-in-arms when measured against century old na-

tions, to adapt itself to all the precepts of the democracy to

which it lays claim. As a matter of fact the new State has done
remarkably well in many directions. But, it remains adamant

on the score of separation of church and state—a cardinal prin-

ciple of the true democracy.

Despite the statement of Dr. Zerah Wahrhaftig, Israeli

Minister of Religion, that "complete, uninhibited and unre-

stricted religious liberty exists in Israel," the facts remain that

non-Orthodox rabbis are denied the right to conduct wed-

dings, officiate at funerals or grant divorces. Furthermore
there is no denying the fact that efforts on the part of the Re-
form and Conservative groups to establish synagogues in Is-

rael have been completely thwarted.

All this has been pointed out in a statement which bears

important and distinguished signatures, and which brings the

controversy to this country. Signatories include. Rabbi Leon
I. Feuer, Toledo, president of the Central Conference of

American Rabbis (Reform rabbinic association); Rabbi Max
J. Routtenbeg, Rockville Center, president, Rabbinical As-

sembly (Conservative rabbinic association); Rabbi Maurice.

N. Eisendrath, NYC, president of the Union of American He-
brew Congregations (Reform congregational body) and Mr..

George Maislen, NYC, president of the United Synagogues.

(Conservative congregational body). The statement was also

endorsed by Rabbi Jacob K. Shankman, New Rochelle, presi-

dent of the World Union for Progressive Judaism, represent-

ing international Reform. Liberal or Progressive congrega-

tions throughout the world.

Qualified reports from lay people who have made obser-

vations in Israel the youth of the country are not irreligious,,

but un-religious. Apparently not interested in Orthodoxy, they

practice no religion at all. This looms as an important issue.

It will not be long before these youth become adults, and
then—what?

In this country the issue was further joined when, at the

Convention of the Rabbinical Council of America in Falls-

burg, New York, two leaders of Orthodox Judaism, Moses L
Feuerstein, president of the Union of Orthodox Jewish Con-
gregations and Rabbi Israel Miller, president of the Rabbini-
cal Council, joined Dr. Wahrhaftig in attacks on Conservative

and Reform Judaism.

The combined Reform and Conservative groups insist

that despite the barriers that have thus far been placed in their

path, they will persist in establishing Reform and Conserva-

tive synagogues in Israel. Their contention is that in this way-

only will there ever be religious liberty in the State and re-

deem the unreligious who are not satisfied with Orthodoxy,
but want some religion to which they can cling.

It would seem that the views of the Reform-Conservative
combination have considerable merit. Israel cannot truly re-

main the democracy that it proudly claims to be until it has

dissolved its hold on the religion of the Country. In view of

their enlightened approach to most other problems, it is diffi-

cult to understand that they are so far behind true democratic-

practice in this. We predict that in due time the situation will

be altered with the realization of its inconsistency.

And my
heart was protesting . . . 'Why?

Why should he be taken from life

at age 55? Why shouldn't Joseph

be allowed to continue life at least

to my age which is 81. Why should

I be permitted to live that long,

and my son Joseph only to the age

oi 5S ?
'

""But now, after a week since my
Ijov's passing, my heart has come to

some philosophy. And I'm hand-

ling it on to the comfort of your

Teaders. Yes, Segal, you may tell

your readers that dying is toward

peace. By this thought I comfort

my heart in this week after my
son's passing.

'After my 81 years I myself look

at death with ,1 feeling that it

will be overtaking me soon. An end

of living after all the pain of this

-world! Not that I myself suffered

it much. I'm still on my job, I have

gathered a modest amount of mo-

ney. But it doesn't trouble me
much to have to leave the world

soon ... to get out of it and to

rest forever underneath. I'm hop-

ing, though, there's a heaven for

my soul to rise to. Yes, death isn't

pain; it may be the good ending,

and why do people worry about

passing out of the world.

"If a good life has been lived,

it's enough. My son Joseph lived

it and if there's heaven that good

boy certainly has been admitted.

He served life so well, but not only

at his profession. He and his wife

brought up good children ... El-

len, Betty and Ann . . . and isn't

that the successful life, far in ad-

dition to success as a lawyer.

"He cared about other success

in the world, far beyond the suc-

cess of earning income. He un-

derstood that 10 earn wealth was

not all of life. He associated him-

self with worthy causes, was active

in the city's higher politics and as

lawyer concerned hmself with the

higher services of the law.

"Yes, a good, upright man who

understood what life was all about

. . . and isn't that of the higher

success of a life? If he had been a

man who cared only about the

success of his profession, I would

be saying to myself, as his father,

'Oh, it was a wasted life, which was

dedicated only to professional suc-

cess.'

"But now, Segal, after the first

days of my sorrow, a week ago, I

feel comforted by thought of the

good life that he made for himself

and his family. I'm not weeping

anymore. My heart's lifted up by

his worthwhileness in the 55 years

of his serving in the world . . .

from the time he was a good little

kid unto the time he rose to dis-

tinction in his profession.

"Yes, the tragedv of death isn't

so painful to parents after a son's

life that has been so well lived.

The parents may comfort them-

selves saying, Yes, after all we were

a success in the high service of

parents which has to do with the

bringing up of good sons and

daughters.

"Bv this philosophy, I, this fa-

ther of the lost son, comforts him-

self, and walk with a high head

in the world. A friend stopped me

on the street the other day; he was

saying: 'I'm not consoling you, but

rather I comfort your pride by

speaking up for that good son you

raised. You brought him up to be

a worthwhile man and that fact

is of the highest consolation.'"

Well, who is this father about

whom I've been writing this col-

umn? Yes, he's this Segal, this col-

umnist whose highly worthwhile

son Joseph passed away the other

week. I've written this philosophy

in obedience to my soul which

keeps telling me: "Your boy lived

a good life; so why not observe

this life he lived through 55 years,

rather than to let yourself suffer

the unhappy ending which oc-

curred so swiftly. Yes, Segal, this

philosophy may comfort also

others who in an hour lose one

of their beloved; it's more wisdom

to keep looking up to a good life

that has passed than to keep one's

eyes fixed on the grave."

So my sorrow for a life that's

ended feels lifted up by contem-

plation of its goodness through 55

years. Its passing was but an oc-

casion of hours, but its living in

high goodness was of more than a

half century.

I hand this on to the comfort of

all of us who may feel deeply hurt

by death ... as I did that day

when Joseph went out of my life

after 55 years.

ISAAC HERMANN
A Confederate Zealot

The adventures of Isaac Her-

mann, the French Jew who set-

tled in the small Georgia town

of Sandersville two or three years

before the War of Secession erup

ted, as told in his Memiors pub-

lished in 1911, read like a pica-

resque novel. Quickly he absorbed

the hysteria that led to the firing

on Fort Sumter. Hermann, called

"Ike" in the army, believing

wholeheartedly in the right of a

State to secede from the Union,

immediately enlisted and remained

"a high private in the rear ranks"

until after Robert F. Lee surren-

dered.

During the Reconstruction be

was an active leader in maintain-

ing white supremacy. He served in

the Georga militia and was known
as "Captain Ike'. Isaac Hermann
lived 81 years and remained an

"unreconstructed rebel" until he

died in 1917. Today his judgment
might be questioned but never his

sincerity. A more complete ac-

count of his colorful doings can be

found in this author's "Jewish

Participants in the Civil War".
The following contains the last

of his adventures in the Confede-

rate army.

Towards the end of 1864 Her-

mann drifted through Alabama
on his way to Dr. Crawford's Hos-

pital in Atlanta. Hearing that the

Federals were intercepting South-

ern soldiers, he reported to the

nearest Confederate post com-

manded by General Buford, a ca-

pable Kentuckian of colossal sta

ture who asked, " Have you a

horse? We are cavalry." Ike ans-

wered, "No, but I expect to get

one the first fight we get into."

The General laughed and said,

"Well, you can hang around here."

After several days Ike thought the

commander seemed worried

Blessed with plenty of nerve he

ventured, "General, vou seem wor-

ried over something." Buford ans-

wered, "I have enough to worry

about; there is Genera] Forrest at

Selma. I have sent him two couriers

and neither of them has reported.

I don't know what became of

them, whether they have been

captured, killed, or ran away. I

want to hear from General Forrest

so that we can act in concert."

There appears to have been a

friendliness between officers and

common soldiers. Perhaps the

boredom of inaction broke down
formal barriers. Thus we see a

General confiding in a buck pri-

vate. Ike Hermann with his Euro-

pean background was no doubt

more interesting to converse with

than the average provincial. The.

commander of the post soon knew
all about Ike's personal life. One
day, "the high private in the rea 1-

guard" said, "General, I have an

idea; I think I cat) carry a dis-

patch that will land. I have at

home my French passport. I can

write for it and use it by going

squarely through their lines, as

being an alien. I can change my
clothes for some citizen's clothes."

After a few moments Gen. Buford

said, "Hermann, you are an angel;

it's the very idea." The passport

came by mail and the general's

housekeeper produced a suit of

jeans that Ike could wear.

About to o'clock that night he

started out with two young es-

corts, all on horseback. They

came to a log house with a cheer-

ful fire in the chimney and espied

three splendid horses tied to an

oak tree. Hearing voices that

sounded like carousing they en-

Todd (McGraw-Hill) is a peicep-

tive, invigorating and telling ac-

count of the bitter struggle over

the confirmation of Louis Dem-
bitz Brandeis to be a Justice of the

Supreme Court of the United

States.

Even after the favorable

vote of the committee, following

the long and tortuous investiga-

tion, The New Yor Times edi-

torialized: "We remain of the

opinion that if Mr. Brandeis is to

enter public life, the legislative

hall, not the Bench of the Supreme

Court, is the proper theatre for

the exercise of his abilities."

men." The three prisoners were

then marched out and tied on

their horses with wire. Arriving at

the Confederate post, Ike awak-

ened General Buford and told

him about the capture and about

getting a horse at the first oppor

tunity.

Changing from his civilian

clothes into the Federal uniform

of his prisoner enabled Hermann
to penetrate into the Union camp
12 miles away. He found himself

in a half regiment of cavalrv, a

part of Wilson's corp of 25,000

which woidd march east to Savan-

nah. Suddenly a bugle blast awoke

all the men, and they began to

mount their horses Ike managed
to slip away and return to Bu-

ford's camp while it was still dark.

The Confederate force of 1,500

withdrew towards West Point, Ga.,

and gave the enemv the right of

way. Buford asked Ike whether

he held a commission. "Yes, high

private in the rear ranks.'" "Well,"

said the General, "I'll see that you

will be promoted when I make my
report to the War Department. I

need 100 men just like vou."

General Buford aimed to es-

tablish contact with General For-

rest at Selma, Alabama. Dressed

in civilian clothes with the

French passport in his pocket Her-

mann made for the Federal lines.

As Ike would speak French oniy

the officer provided a young Ca-

nadian to interview and to pump
him. The Canadian could get

nothing out of him beyond the

intention to reach New Orleans

and embark for France. The pro-

vost marshal wrote out an army
pass which enabled him to reach

Montgomery. Ike contacted Judge

Pollard but the latter could not

provide a horse since the Yankees

had confiscated every animal

within a circumference of ten

miles.

Hermann tried walking to Sel-

ma but the Federal forces were

everywhere. Hemmed in on all

sides he went back to Montgom-
ery and was placed under arrest.

Marched up the hill to the Capi-

tol in a column of fifty Confeder-

ates he learned that the group
would be sent to Ship Island, a

yellow fever spot close to New Or-

leans, in letaliation for Southern

cruelties to Federals at Anderson

-

ville. Wnile the prisoners were

waiting near the former capital of

the Confederacy a courier rode up
with the news that General Lee
had surrendered and that Presi-

dent Lincoln was assassinated. The
war was over. The Confederates

were paroled on their promise n it

to take up arms against the United
States.

GREENER PASTURES
Again we are at that period of the year, a few weeks be-

fore the High Holy Days, when some of our rabbis sense that

the other fellows pasture is greener and more fertile than his

own, and he decides to make a change. From what we know
as fact, plus some seemingly well founded rumors, it will be
no different this year. There are no known statistics on this,

but we wager they do not differ from one year to another. Con-
tracts, furnished homes, a sabbatical leave, all of the efforts

that a congregation might make to keep an incumbent satis-

fied, are forgotten once the change-bug makes its bite.

On the subject of contract, both parties may seemingly

be protected, but it generally does not work out that way. No
Board of Directors, advised by a rabbi that he has at last

found "it", will stand in his rabbi's way, particularly if the

new job offers higher financial reward.

This annual situation works particular hardship on the

smaller communities, of which there are many throughout our
sphere of influence. These communities have a real problem.
They cannot compete financially with the larger, more affuent

cities. For the most part, they must make a choice between the

younger man, a few years out of the seminary, or the older

man, who is "over the hill" from an age stand point. And,
with the younger man, there is always the chance that he is

using a local pulpit as a spring-board, biding his time for

"the" opportunity.

We are in no way criticising the rabbi for this state of af-

fairs. After all, he has the same problem as the business or

professional man. Our present economic set-up makes it in-

cumbent on him to make the most of his prime years, for his

own sake and that of his family.

Of course, not all changes come about for financial reas-

ons. Often there are honest differences of opinion on policy

between a rabbi and his congregation, that make staying un-
tenable for a conscientious rabbi. The devisiveness that charac-

terizes Jewry the world over finds its manifestation in the syna-

gogue. In addition to the three divisions of the Jewish religion,

there are shades in between. In a Reform congregation some
members may consider the rabbi too ultra—or on the other

hand, leaning too much to conservatism. In the Conservative
synagogue, some members may consider the services too close

to Orthodoxy. And so on, ad infinitum.

Then there are other factors that may enter into the pic-

ture. To some congregation members, the rabbi may not be
satisfactorily performing his function as Ambassador to the

Goyim; to some others, his sermons are too stodgy and not
geared to the changing times. Or, the rabbitzen may be per-

sona non grata to the members of the Sisterhood. Such weighty
matters as these may change the career of a rabbi completely.

After all, we expect too much from a rabbi—too many vir-

tues and capabilities. It isn't often that they all can be found
in one individual. In the final analysis, the rabbi is a man
and not a supernatural.

Each year at the pre-Rosh Hashona season, we continue

to see the same changes. If there is an answer, it isn't readily

apparent. And so, we will keep on muddling along, doing the

best we can.

MORE ABOUT GERMANY
Germany remains a live item in the news and we continue

to receive reports in the newspapers and magazines, most of

which have to do with post-war Germany, but a few still re-

peat the phantasma of the Hitler era.

One of the recent reports results from a survey made by
the Associated Press, of the number of Jews now in West Ber-

lin, with a supplement giving the same information on East

Berlin and environs.

There are only 900 West Berlin Jews under the age of 20.

The majority of these are planning to go to Israel after they

have completed their education.

The report indicates that there are now 6,000 Jews in

West Berlin, mostly from the ages of 50 to 60. This compares
with 165,000 in pre-war Berlin, and 2,000 at the conclusion o£
the war. There are approximately 25 to 30 returning each
month, principally from South America. The motives for the

return vary from pure nostalgia to the ability to live better

on the small pensions they receive than under the economy
of the country from which they come.

In East Berlin, and surrounding territory there are about

1,250 Jews, most of whom returned in a vain effort to reclaim

property confiscated by the Nazis. East Berlin, Communist
controlled, denies all responsibility for Nazi crimes, whereas
the government of West Germany has paid more than five

billion dollars in indemenifications and also nine billion in

total Jewish compensation.

Aside from a brief reference to a hall that has been built

on the site, razed by the Nazis, of the best known synagogue
in Berlin, the Fasanenstrasse Synagogue, which is being used

for cultural purposes, the A. P. report, as is the case of most
other reports, makes no mention of in what environmental cli-

mate the Jews now there are living, fact or fiction?

A prime example is right at hand. The city of Bamberg,
with a total population of 70,000, of which 70 are Jews, has

had recent incidents of anti-Semitic vandalism. These have

occured over a period of three weeks, in June. A monument
memorial for a synagogue that had been razed by the Nazis,

was smeared with a swastika on the eve of its unveiling. Sub-

sequently the monument was further smeared with yellow

paint—despite the fact that the monument was under police

guard. The explanation—the damage was done while the guard

was being changed. In that same period a Jewishly owned
textile firm experienced the same daubing.

Similar autgares were perpetrated in the Bonn area. The
explanation—these were merely the pranks of a few juveniles,

and did not reflect any policy.

It would seem as if we are to learn the important facts on
this, a special commission will have to be sent to Germany to

concentrate on this phase so that we will have the information

necessary to any talk about forgiving.

The man had signed his letter

*'A Most Faithful Jew" and was

finding fault in me as a Jew . . .

"How much of a Jew are you,

"anyway?" he asked.

He doesn't like my style of be-

ing Jewish ... "A so-called Jew

who follows his own way of being

Jewish" he says of me. And can a

Jew really keep on being Jewish

when he walks away from the old

traditions of being Jewish . . .

away from his fathers? They cre-

ated the eternal Judaism for us,

but a lot of their descendants

choose their own direction of

being Jewish."

He describes himself as Jew: . . .

"I am not one of the old men
either . . . still quite young, I say.

As Jew I was brought up in

America by parents who all

through their lives lived the Ju-

daism they had received in their

small birth-town in Lithuania;

they taught me to be faithful to

their old style of Judaism, and I

have kept the faith.

"For me, attendance at the

synagogue is not just an occasion

for Rosh Hashonah and Yom Kip-

pur. I am in schul every Sabbath

and I am away from my business

all day. The demands of business

keep me from joining the minyon

in the synagogue each morning,

but I perform the morning service

at home in t'fillim and talith.

'Tve taught my children to go

along in the same direction, and

they are following me; each morn-

ing they take up their t'fillim.

each Sabbath they're in schul with

me. Thus they keep going on the

good way of life that is the true

Judaism. But what sort of Jew are

you, Segal? You are one who
wanders around by direction of

his home-made doctrine, but still

calls himself Jew. Wake up, Se-

gal."

I had started thinking up a re-

ply to this man, "What sort of

Jew are you, Segal?" . . . when in

my coat pocket I came across a

fairly short answer to the ques-

tion, 'What is a Jew", and a much
brighter and lovelier one than 1

could give. It was out of the high

wisdom of the great Russian novel-

ist and Christian philosopher Leo

Tolstoy. It had been found among

his books by Rabbi David Indich

(Orthodox) of our town.

Mr. Tolstoy began with the

question "What is a Jew?" and

he replied: "This is a question

asked by many individuals both

Gentiles and Jews. Is a Jew one

who by accident of birth was born

of Jewish parents? Moreover, why

is it that for thousands of years

this small tribe has outlived

mightier and more influential em-

pires than itself? WT

hat kind of

peculiar creature is the Jew whom
all the rules of all nations have

together or separately abused, mo-

lested and persecuted, trampled

and butchered, burned and

hanged . . . and in spite of all

this is yet alive. What is a Jew

who has never allowed himself to

be led astray by all the earthly

possessions offered by his oppres-

sors in order that he should

change his religion?"

Then Mr. Tolstoy goes on to

say just what our religion is of.

Says he: "The Jew is that sacred

being who has brought down from

heaven the everlasting fire, and

has lighted with it the entire

world. He is the religious source,

spring and fountain out of which

all the rest of the peoples have

drawn their beliefs and their re-

ligions.

"The Jew is the pioneer of

liberty. Even in those olden days,

when the people were divided in

but two distinct classes . . . slaves

and masters . . . even so long ago

had the law of Moses prohibited

the practice of keeping a person

in bondage for more than six-

years.

"The Jew is the pioneer of ci-

vilization. Ignorance was con-

demned in olden Palestine more

than it is today in civilized Europe.

Moreover in those wild and bar-

barous days, when neither life nor

death of anyone counted for any-

thing at all, Rabbi Akiba did not

refrain from expressing himself

openly against capital punish-

ment, a practice which today is

a highly civilized way of punish-

ment.

"The Jew is the emblem of ci-

vil and religious toleration . . .

'Love the stranger and sojourner',

Moses commands, 'because you

have been strangers in the land

of Egypt.' This was said in those

remote and savage times when the

principal ambition of the races

and nations consisted in crushing

and enslaving one another. As

concerns religiou toleration, the

Jewish faith is not only far from

the missionary spirit of conver-

ting people of other denomina-

tions, but, on the contrary, the

Talmud commands the rabbis to

. . . point out to would-be pro-

selytes that the righteous of all

nations have a share in immor-

tality. Of such lofty and ideal re-

ligious toleration not even the

moralists of our present day can

boast.

"The Tew is the emblem of

eternity ... He who was the first

to produce the oracle of God, he

who has been for so long the

guardian of prophecy, and who

transmitted it to the rest of the

world . . . such a nation can not

be destroyed. The Jew is ever-

lasting as eternity itself."

That's about all of Mr. Tol-

stoy's idea of what a Jew is, and

I thank him for answering mv

question. I hope I'm that sort of

Jew, though I must confess that

from time to time I fall down

from being the high-up human

being whom Mr. Tolstoy presents

as Jew. But I do pick mvself up

and start running toward the high-

spot again.

And thanks to Rabbi Indich for

introducing me to Mr. Tolstoy.
