THE MEANING OF GENERAL ATONEMENT
GUEST EDITORIAL BY RABBI LEO J. STILLPASS

At the time of this writing there are cities in this country

where ruins are smoldering from racial rioting, in Viet Nam
village after village, north and south, form a wasteland, and
in the Middle East damaged buildings and damaged bodies

are being repaired after the famous "five-day war". All of

these manifestations of our advanced civilization remind me,
especially at this time of the High Holydays, that we Jews are

failing to carry out our part of a four-thousand-year-old con-

tract with God, and that we need to pray quite sincerely:

"Chawtawnu, Awvinu, Pawshanu" — for indeed we and our
neighbors throughout the world have sinned, we have erred,

we have done perversely.

Those horrible sights, these "mumim," "blemishes" on

the faces of the cities of the world, these homes and families

scarred and broken by the sacrifices of men and women and
children to men's emotions of hate and longing for vengeance,

these are not God's "Yissurim shel ahavoh"—chastisements of

love, but rather failures to be placed on the doorstep of each

and every one of us who profess to believe in God and fail to

manifest that belief.

Perhaps this year when we stand before the holy Ark in

our Temples and Synagogues we can add a few thoughtful
confessions to those sins ' which we have sinned before Thee".
Could we not ask forgiveness for our sin of remaining quiet

since 1949 when the ships of Israel were not permitted to use

the Suez Canal, although the right had been made clear in the

United Nations? Did we not sin when we failed to protest that

we Jews were not permitted to visit the "Wailing Wall", the

Tomb of Rachel, the sacred "Rock". Oumrum and a host of

other sites meaningful to the Jews?

Perhaps we should have beat our breasts as a sign of re-

morse that our Jewish community councils and anti-defama-

tion organizations did not berate the Jewish and Christian

slum landlords as much as they did the KKK and the Birch-

ites. Was it not sinful that more of us did not protest the in-

volvement of the United States in Viet Nam during the dozen
or more years before American lives began to be lost?

Have the ethical and moral sensibilities of the American
Jewish community become dulled by living in the non-Anti-

Semitic, opulent atmosphere of this land of freedom and equal-

ity for us. I feel quite confident that a large percentage of our
people, looking at the mess in which the world finds itself, will

repeat the trite, false accusation that "Religion or God has

failed man" instead of bein£ honest enough to face up to the

reality of the situation and admit that man has both failed God
and religion, or at least he has failed to carry out the mandates
of his religious teachings.

In Judaism Ave do not conceive of prayer as being very

worthwhile unless it leads to action; therefore, most of us

have to admit that even those who do attend religious services,

seldom pray meaningfully. Our prayerbooks are full of prayers

which, if carried into meaningful activity in our lives and in

our communities would help to eradicate many of today's

evils. In this way we could begin to serve our purpose of ex-

istence as Jews; we could begin to form ourselves into that

catalytic agent which can transform a morally bungling so-

ciety into a modern, progressive, beneficent one, working for

the good and welfare of all peoples.

The purpose of our recitation of prayers of repentance
during the High Holyday season is to remind us that our task

is still far from completed and should we be allotted only one
more year or even less, we should place a value upon time and
make the most of it for good purposes in order to bring us an
atonement and an at-one-ment with God.

The brutal headlines of each day's newspapers should

make us more visibly aware of the Deuteronomic admonition:
"See, I have set before thee this day life and good, and death

and evil, in that I command thee this day to love the Lord thy

God, to walk in his ways . .
." Chawtawnu, pawshanu, awvinu,

yes, ^ve have sinned, we have erred and we have acted preverse-

ly, the admission is half the cure of our illness, now let us take

the second step and do something about self-improvement and
community improvement before it is too late.

THE LOGIC OF ARITHMETIC
We have been taught in school that arithmetic has an ir-

refutable logic that no amount of pilpulism can change or
thwart. The verity that one plus one equal two or that one
minus one equates zero is immutable.

Yet the magicians in our State Department — whose un-
changing climate from administration to administration is one
of the most bizarre developments in our political life—would
have us believe this isn't so and their magic wand is semantics.

This and this alone is the meaning of the recent testimony
by Secretary of State Dean Rusk urging continuance of Ameri-
can shipment of arms to the Arab countries. His motivation
was that continuance of that policy would tend to polarize

instead of drawing together the Arab states. But what that

logic fails to consider is the fact that if the Arabs get arms
from both the Russian bloc and from us while Israel is pre-

cluded from getting enough weapons to counterbalance the

Arab acquisition, the Arab leaders will be tempted anew into

a war that could engulf more than that area alone.

The thrust of this editorial is not that we must not give

military aid to the Arabs, but that it is folly to do so while the

Soviet Union and its satellites are more than amply refilling

their hardware larders. The danger to the Middle East is not
alone in Arab bellicosity but in the fact that an imbalance of

arms in favor of the Arabs might harden them into new war-

fare against Israel in the belief that Israel really has no friends

anywhere.

American policy in that part of the world is indubitably

predicated on the premise that it is dictated by American in-

terests. Is it in the interest of the U.S. to see the Arabs being

armed to the teeth while Israel is the victim of embargoes and
a suspension policy by our own government?

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A HAPPY AND PROSPEROUS

FUTURE NEW YEAR

Although Rosh Hashana will

undoubtedly bring you joyous and

painful remembrances of the pass-

ing year, maybe you ought to look

ahead, instead. According to Prof.

Marshal). McLuhan, author of

"The Medium is the Message",

most of us tend to view events

through a "rear view mirror".

This, he implies, disables us

from adjusting to the bewildering

new sensations made possible by

what he calls the new "extensions

of man", including computers, jet

travel, television — and the like.

Because knowledge no longer

comes to us primarily through the

printed page — and we are no

longer living entirely in a "visual"

culture with a linear, logical, one-

track mode of dealing with reality,

we are assaulted on all sides by

many things at once — with all our

senses simultaneously engaged.

Most of the implications of

these developments are bewilder-

ing to anybody over 30 — those of

us who have been left far behind

in the "generation gap". But one

thing is clear: we don't need a

tiresome trek into the past, as

much as a blithe ramble into the

future.

So, in the spirit of the McLuhan
Age, let us discard the "rear view

mirror", and replace it with a

front-view reflector. Consider, for

instance, Rosh Hashana 6727, in-

stead of 5727. Here are a few pos-

sible items culled from the annals

of future history:

CAIRO — Egyptian President

Ad-bull Gimel Glubb today signed

an order exiling members of an

organization charged with anti-

Israeli propaganda. According to

the authoritative Egyptian news-

paper El Chazar, the Egyptian

leader declared "Israel is our

trusted ally and friend. We cannot

tolerate destructive demogogues

hent on mischief against a nation

with which our country, for the

past 50 years, has been closely as-

sociated by democratic aspirations

and economic cooperation."

CAMBRIDGE, Mass. - Prof.

Mark D. Golem of Harvard Uni-

versity today announced success in

his trial run of the world's first

"all-electronic institution", which

he affectionately dubbed "Yenta",

after a favorite aunt. The world-

famed technological expert said

the device soon would be offered

for mass production, but would

probably never fully replace hu-

man organizations such as the

State Department or Harvard Uni-

versity. However, its flexibility was

impressively demonstrated at a

press conference here.

Among "Yenta's" capacities: it

can "democratically" elect a na-

tional director and staff, hand out

major assignments and press re-

leases, engage in stringent follow-

up procedures, cut wages, and de-

liver speeches. It can handle

thousands of intricate details with

the greatest speed and economy —
and without requiring vacations.

Prof. Golem emphatically ruled

out application of the device to

fund-raising. "Yenta" is inclined

to be stingy," he explained sadly.

Donation of big -gifts is beyond

its present capacity. It cannot be

programmed for spontenaity or

generosity. The mere mention of

: substantial outlay disrupts its

network of delicate sprockets and

rectifers. In human terms, it

throws a fit."

However, the machine is also

provided with in-built tantrums

and episodes of utter confusion —
like human institutions. "It keeps

the machine from seeming remote

and strange," the professor told

reporters.

JERUSALEM - Prime Minister

Moshe Ben-Shimon, in a New
Year message today expressed Is-

rael's supreme gratitude for the

staggering influx of American set-

tlers during recent years, but

urged it henceforth operate at a

somewhat slower rate.

"Of course, we are delighted

when our brethren from the dias-

pora come to live and work in the

Jewish Homeland, but we are cer-

tainly not in favor of liquidating

Jewish life abroad. If the present

rate of emigration continues, great

Jewish communities, with all their

deep-rooted local associations and
institutions, may wither away," he

said.

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My Father,

Moshe Dayan
By His Daughter, Yael Dayan

Extracts from an article appearing in tlie August 8th issue of

Look magazine:

YAEL DAYAN

The helicopter landed in a

whirlpool of dust. A few high-

ranking officers descended, sur-

rounding a man in khaki. Some-

what heavy, deep tan, thinning

hair, steady farmer's hands, a

black eye patch — my father.

An hour later, we were sitting

on the bank of the Suez Canal, our

feet dangling in the water. "It is

beautiful here," i remarked, en-

joying the body of water after

tbree weeks of dunes, dust and

smoke.

"Beautiful? I don't know. It i<-

very important. Do you realize

where we are?"

We were at the end of a long

road. A road that for me had com
menced three weeks earlier when ]

received a cable from my father in

which he suggested I come home
from Europe, and for him, perhaps

three decades of battle earlier. A
corpse in the water floated toward

us. Someone suggested we move;

cameras were clicking. "We didn't

plant the corpse here, and it isn't

the only one around," he said.

Soldiers gathered around us. Some,

he knew from previous wars; they

addressed him as "Moshe." The
jeep carried us to the next spot.

Hot wind blew dust and debris of

a destroyed enemy along the road,

soldiers waved — General Dayan at

home.

A number of young soldiers,

mostly paratroopers, extract from

him an unusual reaction of

W a r m t h and admiration. My
mother, naturally, has a hard tim«

coping with his walled-in, "unde-

manding" personality on occasion.

We, his three children, find a way
in, beyond the indifference and
boredom, impatience and aloof-

ness, to where the soul and the

heart lie. And his granddaughter

Gil, a laughing, witty, handsome

redhead of three, may be the only

person who makes him shed laughs

and facades and, to the amazement

of us all, turns him into a foolish,

loving grandfather.

He taught me to read when I

was her age. A Russian poetry

book for children was the first;

Limpopo it was called. He then

had the patience to recite with me
poems of a national poet, Shlon-

sky, which I still remember by

heart. We were living in a village

then, Nahalal; and although my
father was born in Degania, a kib-

butz in the Jordan Valley, Nahalal

was his home. He grew up there,

trained as a farmer, and in later

years kept returning to Nahalal,

where my brother Ehud tends the

farm now. When he visits my
brother, he talks to him farmer to

farmer, he knows the crops, rain-

fall, irrigation problems. He cares

for the land and loves what grows

on it. When he served as Minister

of Agriculture, it was a natural

assignment for him. We left Naha-

lal during the 1948 War of Libera-

tion to move to Jerusalem, where

he commanded a brigade.

Adjustable to physical changes

as he is, he didn't realize the

change this move meant for us.

From a small, modest house in

Nahalal, roaming barefoot and in

underwear, we were installed in

an enormous ex-Arab house and

subjected to city life. We saw him
more often now, though in addi-

tion to his military duties as com-

mander of the front, he was also

involved in diplomatic negotiation

with King Abdullah of Jordan.

We had seen little of him dur-

ing this time, but on an occasional

Saturday, he found an hour to

take us for a drive. We first

learned to use a gun then. Taking

an old. carbine we had, he would

shoot wild pigeons and the stems

of fruit on trees. My brother Ehud
proved a good shot; I was more

disturbed by the kickback.

As distant as he was, there were

moments of interest. He cared to

know what books I read, slapped

my face once when he found me,

aged 11, reading a cheap thriller

and made sure I concentrated on

Russian classics, which he loved.

He gave us a good amount of

freedom, but at the same time, we
had to be at home early in the

evening, and disciplined routine

was imposed even in his absence.

I believe the three of us were

rather afraid of him. His entrance

to the house calmed our quarrels

immediately, and we learned to

differentiate between freedom and

mere lack of discipline. I believe

a whole army was trained similar-

ly: initiative — yes, love of move-

ment, of nature, natural courage

— but at the same time, an estab-

lished order that eventually pre-

vents chaos.

His courage was legendary. I

never quite found out whether it

was lack of fear to an abnormal

degree or a superb abi'ity to over-

come fear. A friend, Colonel Dov,

tells me about an incident in

Jerusalem during that time. He
suspected my father was standing

on an anti-vehicle mine. He sug-

gested it to him. My father stepped

aside and commented smiling, "I

certainly am." His courage was al-

ways coupled with unexcitability

and an almost mystic belief that

nothing would happen to him, in-

terpreted by many as show-off or

opportunism.

An integral part of our educa-

tion had to do with courage.

Nothing was ever suggested to us

as dangerous. He encouraged my
younger brother to be a para-

trooper and the other, into the

naval commando, two most "dan-

gerous" units. He was happy when

I went to Vietnam or with combat

units during the recent war, not

for lack of love but in the belief

that sensations should be real and

strong: One should be where the

action is, and only full participa-

tion enables one to understand an

experience.

In the early fifties, we estab-

lished a love affair with the south,

the desert, the Negev. My father

became commander of the South-

ern Command, and although Na-

halal is in a green valley, and

Jerusalem gave us the yellow-gol-

den light and stones, it was now

the dunes and the wadis, the can-

yons and the solitude that infil-

trated our lives. He guided me
into this new world not by telling

me stories about it but by includ-

ing me in many reconnaissance

trips.

He drove the jeep himself. We
camped overnight in wadis around

a small fire, slept in sleeping bags,

listened to war stories of soldiers

and learned to know and love this

yellow half of the country. It woke

up for us. He told me to listen to

the sounds at night and pointed

out to me passing gazelles and

hares during the day. I learned to

read the map and disregard the

heat and the dust.

After every trip, he sent me
back to school with a note: "Dear

teacher, I enabled Yael to join

me on a patrol in the desert. I be-

lieve that in the long run this is

no lesser contribution to her edu-

cation than regular schooling." My
teachers may not have liked it, but

as long as I was a good pupil, they

accepted, and a good pupil I had

to be. My father never understood

(he possibility of failure in school.

He never helped me in my studies,

but made sure often enough that

I treated them as something that

had to be done, and well. His

own education was lacking. He
graduated the Nahalal agriculture

school, where he met my mother,

who comes from a lawyer's family

in Jerusalem. Only in his forties

did he resume proper schooling

and attend the Hebrew University

faculty of law, sharing a bench

with me. Lack of formal education

never seemed to disturb him. He
now reads very little, mostly non-

fiction, and does not pretend to

have read or to know things he is

not familiar with. He reads history

books occasionally, archaeological

research books, and is a great ad-

mirer of an Israeli poet — Alter-

man, whom he respects, cherishes

and recites.

Army is a profession; soldiers are

love; archaeology, when practiced,

is passion, challenge, escape. The

hands become delicate when glue-

ing together pieces of our history.

The face brightens when some-

thing of sheer aesthetic beauty

emerges from a dig. The eye shines

when he talks about it. But then

again, it is a solo performance; his

hours alone. In our garden, there

is a one-room structure, a little

museum. In the house — shelves

with tools, glasses and jars. He is

on the whole law-abiding, but

when it comes to driving and dig-

ging, his one eye disregards the

regulations. "Let them prosecute

me," he says.

Twenty-four hours before the

Sinai campaign in 1956, he cabled

me to come home. I was in New
York then and made it in time to

join the army and take part in the

war. I did not see him upon ar-

rival. When we did meet, I was in

uniform, and after commenting on
the marvelous quality of the army,

he suggested my skirt needed fix-

ing.

Himself a shabby dresser, he has

good taste and is rather fussy

about the clothes my mother and

I wear. A good number of dresses

were disposed of, not having met

his approval. "Green makes your

face green," he told me a short

while ago, just when I thought he

was his remote self, not noticing a

thing. "I want a white dress," I

told him once. "You may get one,

and I'll pay," he said. I forgot

about it, but a week later, he asked

whether I got my white dress.

He writes with great care and

precision. He allows a poetic

phrase occasionally and is very

hard-working, writing and re-writ-

ing, achieving an economy of

written words identical with his

economy of spoken words — never

an empty phrase, never a banal

analogy, always giving credit to

the reader or the listener.

When young, he wrote poems in

jail and in Nahalal; the human
forces and conditions that moti-

vate people — whether in Vietnam
or the Sinai — are never under-

played in favor of high strategy or

political observations.

He left the army in 1958. It took

us time to get used to him out of

uniform, away from commanders

with whom he had worked for

tens of years. After a period of

studies, he entered Parliament and

Israeli politics. He was always

considered "Ben-Gurion's man,"

and I asked him often about it.

He resents being grouped and

therefore is not a party man. He
has no interest in petty political

bargains. He offered his qualities

to the nation not as a representa-

tive of anybody but himself, but

he has an admiration and love for

B-G: "Unlike others, when I dis-

agree with him, I tell him, and

often he doesn't like to hear me."

He listens to Ben-Gurion, respects

his wisdom, but would never give

up an opinion just because it

doesn't agree with Ben-Gurion's

attitude. When a friend asked him
what B-G thought of the recent

war, he answered, "I tend my own
shop."

Having desperately tried to in

troduce him to good food in Paris

or Rome, I've given up. He is

happy with steak and salad. Ail-

though he doesn't drink, he iden-

tifies drink with mood and sur-

prises me often with — "Let's have

a martini!" or — "How about a

Scotch?" Nothing to do with the

taste or effect of the drink, but

lending the moment a touch of

festivity or suggested relaxation.

He doesn't smoke, and that my
brother Assaf, my mother and I do

seems to disturb him. It is beyond

him why we can't have the self-

control to stop when we wish.

When political life in Israel

pushed him to a back bench in the

Opposition, he became again irri-

table and restless. He is made for

action, for being in the center of

things, for guiding. He found an

outlet by going to Vietnam, where

the action was, and when he re-

turned, the question arose again:

What now? He said to me, "Either

I'll sit and write a book on guer-

rilla wars, or I'll complete the re-

construction of the jars and sar-

cophagi I have at home." He
sounded bored, out of place, a

horse stopped in the middle of a

race.

As it is, he had only a short

while to ponder. Events moved

fast, and in May, he was recalled

— as a result of popular demand —
to act as Minister of Defense in

the war that he named "The War
of Victory." Once again, the moods

disappeared; once again, surround-

ed by commanders — friends who
speak his language; once again, a

leader; once again, away from

home days and nights.

Here, once again, he was run-

ning. He leaves the house early in

the morning and returns late at

night — heavy clumsy footsteps. Al-

ways unpredictable in moods, at

times, he retires silent and

thoughtful; another evening, he

may sit us all up to listen to hu

morous tales. II he isn't a great or

model father, he has given us the

wisdom to realize that this is a

minor price to pay lor being at the

disposal of a whole people.

While with combat troops in

die Sinai, 1 got hold of a news

paper dated June 7. On the front

page was a picture of my lather on

Mount Scopus. The fight for the

old city was on, and the first sol-

diers had arrived at the Wailing

Wall. Jerusalem, the whole of it,

was again ours. I didn't envy him
his first visit to the Wall with the

Chief of Staff, I. Rabin, wearing

helmets—and walking through the

Lion's Gate. I knew I'd be there

too one day. But I envied those

who went with him. He knows

how to lend the moment its true

significance.

From among the stones, he

plucked a flower and kept it

with him. "Imagine," he said,

"flowers sprouting from the Wail-

ing Wall." He walked away and
went down.

When the war was truly over, he

went back to the Wall. He ob-

jected to a "victory parade" of any

sort. Instead, he took the Chief of

Staff and the brigadier generals of

the army to the Temple Mount

and the Wall. Once again, a group

of lifelong friends — Arik, Shaike,

Uzi, Eizer, Moti — back from bat-

tles in the south, north and east.

A small group of people to whom
he owed everything. They faced

the Wall, and he asked the Chiel

of Staff to read the Order of the

Day to the army. He followed with

his own Order, and the generals

read theirs. Thus the war ended,

not in trumpets and drums but in

the holy silence of a liberated com-

pound of stones representing eter-

nity.

With a nostalgic thrill they all

come before me — the Jewish holi-

days as 1 enjoyed them in the tra-

ditional manner of my childhood.

Year in and year out the holidays

are the same — but — oh, so very

different!

Rosh Hashonah! The very sa-

credness of the name pervaded the

air. I would wake up to find all

dressed up in her holiday clothes,

about to leave for shul. Papa had
already left. Papa was a hazzan,

and for weeks before the holidays

the choir of men and boys had
rehearsed at our home, and I was
often lulled to sleep by the famil-

iar melodies of "Kol Nidre", "Un'-

sane Tokef", "Areshes S'Fosenu".

Rosh Hashonah was a time to

dress up, crowd our way into the

overcrowded synagogue where we
were unwelcome by all except our
own parents. We stayed for a little

while, joyfully listening to the

hazzan and choir, or mournfully

watching our mothers cry as they

prayed over their "mahzerim". But
most of the morning we spent out-

door, near the shul, where all our
friends gathered. What else was
there for us to do?

Yom Kippur! Fast day! To see

how many hours we could go with-

out food was almost a game. I was

eleven when I first fasted an entire

day and I believe that was when I

first moved into the ranks of

grown-ups. Yom Kippur was felt

not only in all Jewish homes but

throughout the entire community.

The schools were almost empty.

Few street cars came down the

tracks, bearing a small number of

passengers. All stores were closed.

Life was nearly at a standstill ev-

erywhere — except near the syna-

gogues where the crowds were
thick. Young girls and boys hung

about all day. Grown-ups, some-

times men with prayer shawls,

came out to get a bit of fresh air.

Social contact was very much alive

before the doors of every house of

worship on that day.

Succoth! My tall, broad, stout

father, fairly filling our little

succo, not so much with his figure

as with his spirit of joy, showed
the pride of his domain. We used

to crowd into the succo to hear

papa make Kiddush. Often some
neighbors who had no succos of

their own came into ours for kid-

dush. Then mamma let me help

her serve course after course as the

family enjoyed the full holiday

meal in the tabernacle on our own
back piazze. That is where papa
made his succo, and although

mamma and papa are gone, and

gone are the many men who had

chanted kiddush, the succo is still

there, in the same old house. Papa

had engaged a carpenter to lilt

part of the roof of the rear piazza,

forming a trap door. The opening

was then covered with S'Chach.

Sheets or old blankets were hung
around as walls. We hated to see

it rain on Succoth!

Mornings mamma woke us up
hurriedly so that we'd be dressed

and ready for the old man who
came with the esrog and lulev.

How proud I was to make the

blessings!

Hanukah! Hanukah candles!

Hanukah gelt! For several days

the menorah had been polished

and ready with its two candles —
red and slim — one for the first

night and one for the Shams. I

often wondered why the Hanukah
candles are made so puny, for be-

fore we knew it, they were burned

out. As soon as it became dark we
all gathered about papa as he joy-

fully recited the blessings and

chanted the "Haneros Halolu".

Each year I sewed a little bag in

which to collect the coins my rela-

tives gave me. For weeks before

Hanukah we saved our pennies

and wrote up list after lift of gifts

for each member of the family.

As the family grew larger we used

place cards and I wrote rhymes on
each card. What fun and laughter

followed the reading of those

lines! After dinner we gathered in

the living room and as the gifts

were exchanged the pile of paper

wrappings and boxes grew higher

and higher and the merriment
greater and greater, filling all with

a glow of happiness and content-

ment.

Purim! Those delicious Hainan

Tashin and Fludin that mamma
made !I never tired of hearing the

story of Esther. Each year it held

new fascination for me. When I

was toM to deliver a daintily cov-

ered platter of "Shlach Monos"' I

felt it a privilege, especially when
I was remuneratively rewarded for

my efforts.

Passover! The prima donna of

the holidays! Not enough that the

food is different, but the dishes

had to be changed, pots and pans

changed or "kashered". Every

nook and corner of our home was

microscopically cleansed. Spring

cleaning of today is a mere chore

compared to the preparation for

Pesach. What mattered if it rained

that week or if a chill pervaded

the air? We never failed to wear

our new spring wardrobe which

was as integral a part of the holi-

day as are the crispy matsohs, the

delicious wine. The only feeling of

dissatisfaction I experienced was

at my failure to keep awake

throughout the seder. To think of

all the good food I missed eating!

Shevueth! Beautiful, fragrant

Shevueth. I can see papa cheerfully

bringing in the lilacs and decorat-

ing the living and dining rooms

with them. From the chandeliers,

behind pictures — in every con-

ceivable place he would hang

large twigs. By the delicious, appe-

tizing odors from the kitchen we

knew that a treat was in store for

us in all the knishes, blintzes and

cakes that mamma had prepared

for our "milchege" yom - tov.

Cheese dishes never taste the same

to me now as they did during the

Shevueth of my childhood.

Perhaps experience and matu-

rity are some of the compensations

of lost childhood. And memories.

As impressionable dates and events

become matters of the past we are

blessed with memories, a liberal

supply of them, from which we
draw at will to satisfy our moods.

Holidays did not mean the same

to me when I was raising my chil-

dren as they did when I was a

child. That was only reasonable

and understandable. But as I pre-

pared for them and ushered in

each yom-tov to our home I had

the feeling that not only was I

carrying on the traditions of our

people but that I was building a

liberal store of fond memories for

my children to draw upon in their

later years, as my parents did for

me.

And now that I am a grand-

What is religion? Man's ulti-

mate concern. (Tillich)

What is meant by salvation? A
modern Episcopalism definition

defines it as 'health and whole-

ness of life'.

What does it mean to be liberal

in religion? Religious liberalism

does not ask that you subscribe

to any creed or doctrinal state-

ments. It does not believe that

truth is ever fixed. It does be-

lieve that man's comprehension of

truth is an emergent thing, which

grows clearer as man grows wiser

and better informed. Because li-

beral religion does not claim to

have found a final truth, it is

more tolerant of all world relig-

ions and welcomes them as equal

partners on man's eternal pilgrim-

age.

Does the religious liberal be-

lieve in God? A religious liberal

speaks only for himself. He may
define the term God in accord-

ance with his own light and ex-

perience. He applies only one test

for the validity of a definition of

God which he will accet. It must

meet the test of honesty, ob-

jective reasoning and be accept-

able to the modern mind. One
may believe that God is a moral

and spiritual force in the universe;

that this force or spirit is present

in all men; that it is reveakd

especially in the lives of great

and noble man as well as in the

operation of the natural universe.

Liberal religion is related to

Humanism; some equate it w.'th

Humanism. What is Humanism?
In the context of this presenta-

tion Humanism is any view in

which interest in human welfare

is central. Humanism may also be

regarded as a sociological term

for the extension of ideals, such

as love, loyalty, kindness, service,

honesty, from a primary or inti-

mate group to non-primary groups

—to the whole of humanity. There

is a secular humanism and there

is a religious humanism. Relegious

Humanism found formal expres-

sion in "The Humanist Manesto",

publshed n May 1933, wherein re-

ligion is broadly viewed as a

"shared quest for the good life",

and social justice and social re-

form are stressed as important

in religious endeavor.

Religious liberalism has faith

in man, in his nature, his future

and his potentialities. It does not

deny that through the exercise

of faith a sense of certainty may
be gained but it would submit

that this faith is subjective.

Religious liberalism insists

upon action as well as belief. Be-

lief has meaning only if it ex-

presses itself in some kind of

practical action. The test of re-

ligion, for the religious liberal, is

CLIARACTER. Professions of be-

lief church atendance, the me-

chanical following of ritual, are

not true test of religion. The li-

beral examines a man's character

to see whether it has unfolded like

a flower in the sunlight and has

become more sensitive, kindly and

just in his dealings.

Liberal religion presents every

rational argument and appeals to

every worthy emotion to persuade

people to do the various things

they ought to do. What a glorious

thing, the liberal thinks, to have

faith in freedom, reason, man, in

the necessity for social righteous-

ness, and in the test of character

as a valid measuring stick of re-

ligion.

The liberal's definition of re-

ligion is so broad and all-inclu-

sive that it cannot be captured be-

tween the boundaries of a single

definition, or limited to the con-

text of churhes, preachers ser-

mons, and creeds. For the liberal,

religion is found wherever men
work together to achieve a better

world;; religion is the cooperative

attempt to transform the ideal

into the real.

Are there Universal religions?

In a qualified sense there are. Re-

ligion as you will recall, was de-

fined as "man's ultimate concern".

We may now indicate what these

concerns are and thereby uncover

the subject matter of religion. Re-

ligion deals with

1. Precepts on the cardinal

quantities of the moral life

— justice, patience, purity,

truthfulness, love.

2. Spiritual sentiments — rever-

ence, awe, aspiration, wor-

ship.

3. A passionate yearning for the

4. The ethical content of the

Old Testament Decalogue.

5. The Golden Rule.

fi. God, duty, immortality.

A study of comparative religion

shows that all universal religions

(Hinduism, Buddhism, Zorastrian-

ism, Confucianism, Judaism, Is-

lam, Christianity) deal with the

same subject matter; the differ-

ence is only in emphasis. The

German philosopher, Herder li-

kens the great religions to the

strings of a harp each of which

gives forth its own peculiar note.

In Hinduism it is the note of spir-

it; in Buddhism renunciation; in

Zorastranism, spiritual warfare,

culminating in the triumph of the

"good principle" at war with the

"evil principV in the universe.

Confucianism contributes the note

of order; Moh^mmediani cm, the

note "ilam", meaning submission

to the "omnipotent and merciful

Allah". Judaism sounds the note

of righteousness; it resounds

throughout the Old Testament,

reaching its supreme expression in

the Prophets. In Christianity it is

the note of Love; not that the

doctrine of love is absent from

the scripture of the other relig-

ions; ;it is not; but the spiritual

genius of Jesus and the particular

circumstances under which his

teaching came into the world were

such as to give special emphasis

and fresh interpretation to the

conception of love.

Each religion insists on conduct

that satisfies the Kantian Categori-

cal Imperative. The Categorical

Imperative is the supreme, abso-

lute moral law of rational self-

determining beings, distinguished

CANRA, DRA and CJC are

letter combinations that stand re-

spectively for Committee on Army
and Navy Religious Activities,

Division of Religious Activities

and Commission on Jewish Chap-
laincy. As titles, they represent the

several names by which the Nat-

ional Jewish Welfare Board's Com-
mission on Jewish. Chaplaincy has

been known since it was formally

organized 25 years ago. But what-

ever its name, this unique agency's

essential and unduplicated tasks

have never changed: to recruit,

endorse and assist the Jewish chap-

lains in the American Armed
Forces and the VA hospitals and

to serve as the advisor on Jewish

religious matters to the military

establishment and the Veterans

Administration.

JWB was of couurse involved in

recruiting and serving Jewish mil-

itary chaplains from its inception

in 1917. And before that there

were Jewish chaplains in the U. S.

Armed Forces as early as the Civil

War. But the four Jewish chap-

lains in the Civil War volunteered

as individuals and received little

or no organized support from the

Jewish community. Not until 1917

was a chaplaincy committee cre-

ated within JWB. This committee,

which operated throughout World
War I and until 1942 as part of

JWB, was composed of eminent

rabbis and laymen who claimed to

represent no one but themselves.

In the post-World War I years, the

committee was virtually a one-man
enterprise headed by the late Dr.

Cyrus Adler, and, after his death

in 1940, by Rabbi David de Sola

Pool.

Early in 1942, the three princi-

pal rabbinical organizations of the

country, the Central Conference of

American "Rabbis (Reform), the

Rabbinical Assembly ("Conserva-

tive) and the Rabbinical Council

of America (Orthodox), agreed to

supervise jointly the Jewish fed-

eral chaplaincy program as part

of JWB's overall responsibility to

minister to the spiritual and mo-
rale needs of Jewish men and

women in the Armed Forces and

VA hospitals. Since then this fed-

erally recognized administrative

and policy - making chaplaincy

body has been composed almost

entirely of rabbis, with equal nu-

merical representation from each

of the three rabbinical groups.

The Jewish federal chaplaincy

effort has now operated harmoni-

ously and effectively for a quarter

of a century as a jointly sponsored

and supervised project of the three

major rabbinical organizations of

the United States.

JWB's Commission on Jewish

Chaplaincy, under this and its

other two designations, has re-

cruited 750 Jewish chaplains for

the Armed Forces from the begin-

ning of 1942 to July 1, 1967. From
the Civil War until CANRA came

into existence, there had been only

51 Jewish chaplains in the Amer-

ican Armed Forces: 4 in the Civil

War; 23 in World War I; and 24

World War II Jewish chaplains

who came on duty prior to Janu-

ary 1, 1942. 287 of the 750 entered

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When Epstein's Brnsh

Lent Color To The Ghetto

By BERNARD G. RICHARDS

A struggling young artist, who
was reared on the Lower East Side

of New York, who gave lessons in

drawing and illustrated articles for

magazine;, and books for paltry

sums of money, died in London
some years ago as the greatest

sculptor of his time. Naturally the

passing of Jacob Epstein aroused

the interest of the press in the

whole world, and various elaborate

obituary articles recorded his ex-

traordinary career.

There was a discordant note-

struck in one newspaper article

which said, in part, that the man
"was born ... on Hester Street,

then crowded with the various
overflow of Europe's slums and
ghettos."

Yet, it should be remembered
that not all the immigrants came
from large and crowded cities and
that many of the newcomers,
though forced by political and eco-
nomic conditions to seek bread in
distant lands, came from beautiful
countrysides and picturesque, rus-
tic villages and towns like the one
in Lithuania which the present
writer left behind.

Generally, enthusiastic praise
was bestowed on this artistic gen-
ius, who sprang from our people,
but in a measure these descriptions
might have been enhanced by de-
scribing the circumstances under
which the young artist Jacob Ep
stein began his artistic career on
the East Side and that by drawing-
pen and brush he paid tribute and
lent beauty to scenes of his early
years.

Witness to this is a series of
drawings which illustrated a no-
table book, portraying in a most
impressive manner the proponents
and exemplars of the artistic and
intellectual life of the Lower East

Side, which at the beginning of

the century was in ferment with

extraordinary literary and cultural

activities, from the press to its

theater, the production of stories,

novels and poetry and other forms

of vital expression, marking the

American rebirth of Yiddish liter-

ature. "The Spirit of the Ghetto,

Studies of the Jewish Quarter," by

Hutchins Hapgood, illustrated by

Jacob Epstein, was published b\

Funk and Wagnalls in 1902, and

again in 1909.

Young Epstein's drawings of the

poets Morris Rosenfeld, "the sing-

er of the sweatshop," Eiiakum
Zunser, Abraham Lessin, Man-
chem Dolitzy, Naphtali Herz Im
ber, who like Dolitzky wrote in

Hebrew and who later won world

wide fame as the author ol ih

Jewish rational anthem "Hatik

vah':' his delineations of play-

wrights like Jacob Gordin, Leon
Korbin; ol ac tors such as Jacob P.

Adler, David Kessler, Kenny Lip-

zin, Maurice Moshkovitz, Sigmund
Mogulesco and others, are noi

merely striking likenesses of these

writers and artists, but unforget

table characterizations made by

the man who then already gave

indication of his extraordinary

perceptions of human life.

It was the late Abraham Cahan,

for many vears editor of the Jewish

Daily Forward, who introduced

Mr. Hapgood to the East Side and

its creative and artistic endeavors.

As the result he wrote a remark-

able series of sketches and inter-

pretations which to this day reflect

in a most glowing manner the life

and aspirations of these new Amer-

icans who in various constructive

and beneficient ways were to repay

the many blessings which the new
land conferred upon them. This

sense of gratitude was later to be

echoed in various literary forms,

and not least in a notable anthol-

ogy edited by M. Bassin, "Yiddish

Poetry on American Themes."

(New' York. 1953.)

Hapgood was not the only

American writer or leader of

thought who was attracted by the

resurgence of old-world intellec-

tual fervor grasping at and blend

ing with American idealism and
thus evolving new moral and spir-

itual values. Hapgood's brother,

Norman Hapgood, for a time a

dramatic: critic, wrote enthusiasti-

cally about the high standards ol

the Yiddish stage, then rivalling

the excellent German productions

being presented by Seinrich Kon-

rad at the Irving Place Theater.

Charles B. Stover, pioneer ol

playgrounds and parks (later Parks

Commissioner), James K. Poul-

ding, Edward King, Stanton Coir,

Kellog Durland,
J. G. Phelps

Stokes, Mary McLeon, and among
others, most notable of all, Profes-

sor Thomas Davidson, went to live

and work on the Lower East Side,

to watch and to have part in this

extraordinary merging of the ideas

of two worlds.

This was the atmosphere in

which young Epstein lived and in

which he gave earliest form to his

creative urge as an artist. Ceaseless

quest for the highest expression, a

great endowment and unfathom-

able destiny carried him to the

spheres far beyond the place of ori-

gin. But the spirit of the Ghetto,

which he absorbed when together

with other youthful, aspiring ar

tists, who worked on the East Side,

undoubtedly remained a lasting

influence with him throughout his

legendary and stormy career.

Hutchins Hapgood's book, "The
Spirit of the Ghetto," which has

long been out of print has been

re-published this year, 1967, one

by the Schocken Books Inc., and

the other by the Harvard Univer-

sity Press.

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Where Rabbis Dwell In Unity
(Concluded from Page 12)

service before the end of World
War II; 14 between the end of

World War II and the beginning

of the Korean war; 117 during the

Korean war; and 332 since the end

of the Korean war. Four of the

World War II chaplains had also

served as chaplains in World War
I. A grand total of 797 American

rabbis have served as American

military chaplains from the Civil

War to July 1, 1967. CJC is also

concerned with a very large part-

time and Reserve military chap-

laincy program, as well as the Jew-

ish chaplaincy program.', in the

Vet erans Administration and the

U. S. Public Health Service.

As of July 1, 1967, there were 77

full-time chaplains and 265 part-

time chaplains on duty. Sixty-nine

of the full-time chaplains were in

the Armed Forces and eight in the

VA. In the United States, 53 full-

time and 258 part-time chaplains

were furnishing religious coverage

to 563 federal installations.

Overseas, as of July 1, 1967, 2-1

full-time and 7 part-time chap-

lains were endeavoring to minister

to Jewish personnel in the more

than fifty countries in which

American troops are stationed.

Eleven full-time chaplains are

located in Europe: Germany, 8;

Great Britain, 1; Italy, 1; Turkey,

1. Five part-time chaplains serve in

Great Britain. Thirteen full-time

chaplains are in the Pacific area:

Alaska, 1; Hawaii, 1; Japan, 3; Ko-

rea, 2; Okinawa, 1; Philippines, 1;

Thailand, 1; Vietnam, 3. One part-

lime chaplain serves in Panama
and one in Puerto Rico. Many of

these chaplains travel extensively

in order to visit American Jewish

personnel in countries far distant

.'rom the chaplain's home stations.

As of July 1, 1967, there were

also 218 Jewish chaplains in the

military Reserve.

As advisor to government on

Jewish religious matters, CJC has

achieved, a. professional status and

working relationship which was

non-existent 25 years ago. While

the CANRA leadership worked

closely and. effectively with govern-

mental, agencies, particularly the

military, CANRA was not what

one mght call a fully organic part

of the governmental policy making

and action-producing machinery.

Today CJC in represented on offi-

cial governmental advisory boards,

not only in the military and VA
but also in other agencies such as

the Peace Corps, Job Corps and

anti-poverty program.

The CJC director attends, by

invitation, all the annual super-

visory chaplains' conferences con-

ducted by the Chiefs of Chaplains.

Members of the CJC go overseas

annually to the European and

Pacific areas, at governmental in-

vitation and expense, to conduct

religious retreats for Jewish chap-

lains and Torah convocations for

servicemen and. their families. CJC
is an active participant in the

council of chaplaincy agency exec-

utives, which meets periodically to

discuss and to act on federal chap-

laincy policy matters. Because ol

this lose working relationship with

government, CJC has been able to

persuade the government to as-

sume the cost of major projects

which formerly had to be paid for

by the Jewish community. For ex-

ample, the government now pub-

lishes and pays for the Jewish

military prayer book edited by

CJC, and also pays for some of

the special foods used by Jewish

Having been active on the

American scene both on the fund-

raising and on the political fronts

in the period immediately before

and after the establishment of Me-

dinat Israel, I must say that never

before has the response of Jewish

communities reached the heights

it has reached in the present emer-

gency marked by the threats ol

Israel's very existence, and by the

fantastic speedy victory of Israel's

Defense Forces.

In the mobilization of financial

help by world Jewry, led brilliant

ly by Finance Minister, Pinhas

Sapir and Jewish Agency Chair-

man, Louis Pincus, it fell to my
lot as Chairman of the Keren Hay-

esod to work particularly in Can-

ada and in the Argentine, and for

a time in England, and to share

with the Government and the

Agency in the general direction,

guidance and stimulation of the

Emergency campaigns in all the

countries.

The magnificent response of

American Jewry is well known and

appreciated in Israel and through-

out the world. Israel's Finance

Minister and the Chairman of the

Jewish Agency have brought back

to Israel most laudatory reports.

By the same token, American Jews

are undoubtedly interested in

knowing about the response of

Jewish communities in other parts

of the world.

Since figures are not usualh

mentioned, lei il suffice to say

that the amounts raised by Jewish

communities outside the United

States are 40 percent ol the total

amount raised in the United

States. This compares with a fig-

ure ol 30 percent pertaining to the

normal campaigns for Israel in

preceding years. The record speaks

for itself, considering the differ-

ences in economic circumstances,

tax exemption, and the fact that

nearly one-hall of the Jewish com-

munities outside American Jewry

are not free to conduct any cam-

paigns for Israel.

Among the Jewish communities

which, have excelled in considera-

tion of the size of their popula-

tions, have been South Africa,

Great Britain and Ireland, Cana-

da, Switzerland, Holland, Bel-

gium, France and Italy. In propor-

tion to its Jewish population of

117,000, South Africa takes first

place.

In our various communities

throughout the world we found

no distinction between organized

Zionist and Jews not identified as

Zionists, in the measure of enthu

siastic support and sacrificial

living.

The sums which have been

raised for the Emergency Appeal

are on the average, ten times as

much as the Keren Hayesod has

been receiving annually from

these countries.

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Far-Away Dialogues
In the autumn of 1966, when

the remaining members of the

Lend-a-Word Club, at the end of

a long interval, were reunited in

the Top Notch Tavern on upper

Broadway, they had many ques-

tions to ask. They were meeting

after various national and inter-

national Jewish conferences had

been held in this country and

abroad, with Jerusalem, Geneva,

and Brussels holding out the prom-

ise of new revelations.

Karabas, Levinsky, Pantofol,

and the other old-time cronies

wanted to know. They naturally

looked to Keidansky, the self-ap-

pointed oracle of the circle, who
always came late, but in time to

steal the show.

"Yes," said Keidansky, "I have

followed the conclaves both here

and abroad and have absorbed

their proceedings. I have my im-

pressions, of course. But first of

all, let me tell you something

about gatherings abroad in gen-

eral. There is an awesome aura

hovering over them; international,

world - wide, faraway, romantic!

The floor is wide open to all dele-

gates. The atmosphere is vaca-

tional, leisurely, and with no time

limits. The orator invites his soul

and indulges himself to the full.

If, part way through his oration,

he is still not sure of himself, or

becomes doubtful of the effect of

his effort, he starts all over again.

"There is a pattern. The Euro-

pean conferences of former years

as I remember them had a system.

First the speaker must darstellen,

state his proposition. Then he

must constatiren, that is, affirm

his thesis, theme, or statement.

After that, he must resumieren,

summarize his argument. As each

one of these sections of the presen-

tation is good for half an hour,

time is pretty well consumed.

"However, a change of air pol-

lution is good. We have now at-

tained perfect unity. All our lead-

ing competing organizations are

united behind the idea of excur-

sions abroad, with dialogues

thrown in."

"Do you mean to say," inter-

rupted Mr. Karabas, "that you

have swallowed the complete pro-

ceedings of all these conferences?''

"Yes," replied Keidansky, "and

as I have assimilated the substance

of them, I am in a position to sum-

marize what happened and to save

my friends the trouble of reading

voluminous accounts of the past

and the future of Judaism.

"One. Antisemitism will increase

in some countries and diminish in

others, (For this disease, no wonder
drug has as yet been found, even

by our own miraculous medicine

men, with or without Nobel

prizes.) The differences between

the peoples of various lands will

be in exact proportion to their

possession of knowledge and com-

mon sense and uncommon decen-

cy. The law of supply and demand
does not operate here. Nor is it up
to the Jews to make good for all

shortages. All we can do is wait

and hope and pray. "The Jew has

taught me how to wait," says Peer

Gynt.

"Two. Assimilation will proceed

apace, but we will apply different

designations to the process. Instead

of assimilation, we will call it ac-

culturation, adaptation, adjust-

ment, and so on. We will take

comfort in continuing to search

for our elusive identity and in

finding new illusions and chim-

eras.

"Three. Intermarriage. Marriage

outside the fold is on the increase,

and all signs point to a widening

of the trend. The urge of impetu-

ous youth, imbued with illusions

of hasty and instant brotherhood,

will impel young people to leap

across all chasms and pitfalls, ob-

livious of the yawning abyss be-

yond, which engulfs all precious

ties and cherished attachments.

What young people will not real-

ize is that all marriages are inter-

marriages, even within the fold —
intermental, inter - temperamental,

intei* • experiential, inter - habitual,

to stop short of cruelty to the lan-

guage. It is an arduous and awe-

some task for two young people of

distinctive personalities, with def-

inite ideas and established habits

of life, to discover and understand

and finally set the course of their

destiny. It is a bewildering and

ever more complex world that they

face. Neither art nor artifice offers

a graphic vision of the passing of

time, its changes and ravages, the

decline of human faculties, loss

upon loss.

Years from now children in the

United States will ask their grand-

fathers what they did during the

third Arab-Israel war and the ques-

tion will bring forth an answer

that will prove to be a glowing

page in the history of American

Jewry's organized effort in the

building and survival of the State

of Israel.

It is an easy device to compare

the action of the Jews in America

to the heroic stand of the Israelis

on the battlefronts of the Sinai

Desert, the Syrian hills and the

Jordan River. But there is really

no need to go that far to bring

into floodlight prominence the

waves of personal generosity and

involvement which the crisis and

the subsequent six-day war pro-

duced only a few short months ago.

What happened in the Israel

Bond campaign provides striking

testimony to the extraordinary

character and scope of the response

to Israel's hour of gravest peril and

challenge. Record sales of Israel

Bonds were recorded in every com-

munity throughout the country.

Those who participated in the

Israel Bond drive in the past

sharply increased their purchases.

Many others who never bought

Bonds at all came forward at this

time and invested in Israel's future

in very substantial amounts, in or-

der to identify themselves with the

strengthening of the country's

economy and to support the wide

program of economic reconstruc-

tion which will be needed the com-

ing months.

Episodes which woidd have been

most unusual a few months earlier

became almost commonplace. In

many communities Bar Mitzvah

and graduation parties were can-

celled and the money invested in

Israel Bonds. Bar Mitzvah gifts

were turned into Israel Bonds,

cheder classes chipped in and

bought Israel Bonds for their

schools, banks gave low-interest

and even interest-free loans to

people who wanted to buy Israel

Bonds.

Some of the individual stories

that have been reported give a

truly heart-warming picture of the

strong desire to help Israel.

In New York, two non-Jewish

sailors from a U.S. Navy ship en-

tered the Israel Bond office with

money for Bonds which they had

collected from every member of

the crew. They then rushed out,

explaining that another ship was

due in port momentarily and they

wanted to get there to collect for

Israel Bonds before the crew had
a chance to spend all its money
ashore.

A Pennsylvania truckman was
making a delivery at the time that

an Israel Bond luncheon was in

progress. After listening to the

proceedings for a few minutes, he

bought a $5,000 bond. Then he

approached all of the members of

his association and they purchased

a total of $42,000 in Bonds. The
payment was delayed because the

truckers wanted to have 100 per-

cent participation of the members,

and they had to wait for four of

their number who were on the

road and could not be reached.

This group, incidentally, is com-

posed of Americans of Italian ex-

traction.

On another occasion, an Israel

Bond volunteer took a cab to a

meeting. Entering into conversa-

tion with the driver, he told him
the purpose of the gathering

which he was attending. Upon ar-

riving at the destination, the cab

driver refused to accept payment
for the ride, bought an Israel Bond
from his passenger, and drove off

with a pile of subscription forms

and prospectuses, promising to try

to sell Bonds to all his fares.

There were numerous individ-

uals like the elderly man who
walked into the office in one city

with $4,300 in cash to buy a Bond.

It was his life's savings, he said.

When asked how he would get

along, he answered in Yiddish,

"God will take care of me." In a

similar occurrence, a working girl

brought in her life's savings and

bought Bonds, explaining that as

long as she was working she would

get by, and she wanted Israel to

have the use of the money. A
young man of 22 invested his fam-

ily's life savings of $2,700 in Israel

Bonds — $1,000 he had received as

a wedding gift, $1,000 his wife had

received, and $700 they had saved

for their two-year-old child.

A bank in a small community

was overrun with people making

withdrawals or taking loans in or-

der to buy Bonds. The atmosphere

was electric, the enthusiasm was

catching — and the bank itself
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made a $75,000 purchase. In an-

other community, a group of Jew-

ish farmers, joined by many of

their Christian neighbors, wanted

to buy Israel Bonds despite the

fact that they had no ready cash

due to a bad season. Borrowing

from local banks, they bought over

$300,000 in Israel Bonds, nearly

double their previous record.

Some of the stories are amusing,

some of them are deeply moving,

all of them are encouraging in

terms of the human spirit.

One woman entered an Israel

Bond office and asked for the

ladies' room. She emerged a short

time later carrying a money belt

which she had just removed. Re-

sult? A purchase of $10,000.

An elderly lady came into one

Bond office with $250 — the price

of the new dentures she needed,

representing all the money she

had. She explained that Israel

needed the money immediately,

and added: "I have waited so long

for my new teeth, I can wait a lit-

tle bit longer."

A newspaperman, who lost his

job in the recent closing of the

New York World - Journal - Trib-

une, took his entire severance

money and invested it in Israel

Bonds.

In another community, the

Bond office received a call from

the wife of a man who had just

undergone major surgery. She

said: "The first thing my husband

asked when he came out of the

anesthetic was that I tell you that

he wants to increase his purchase

substantially. Please announce this

increase at the Israel Bond dinner

next week."

Various groups undertook ef-

forts of a scope and intensity that

they had never tried before. In

Philadelphia, plant owners and

union leaders canvassed the city's

entire men's clothing industry,

selling more than $285,000 in Is-

rael Bonds, mainly to non-Jews. A
group of teen-age boys and girls,

students at a Hebrew academy,

sold $40,000 in Israel Bonds within

a few days by ringing doorbells.

On another occasion, a small

synagogue group got together to

plan an Israel Bond meeting to be

held two days later. There was no

intention of selling Bonds at the

planning meeting. But when the

session ended, a spontaneous cur-

rent swept through the group, and

they bought $29,000 in Bonds. One

of the members, a working man ol

limited means, the next day

brought in a fistful of rumpled
bills of different denominations —

an additional $1,000 purchase.

One of the most impressive

stories concerns a small synagogue

which had never scheduled any

activity for Israel Bonds. During

Israel's period of crisis, the syna-

gogue officials called the Bond of-

fice on their own initiative, and

asked that someone come to a

meeting to tell them about the

campaign. The Bond worker who
planned to attend had a flat tire

while driving out, and arrived at

the synagogue to find the building

almost completely dark, and the

Rabbi getting ready to leave. The
Bond, representative didn't know
whether the meeting had been

held or not, but the Rabbi reas-

sured him that it had taken place,

and turned over checks totalling

$190,000. This occurrence was a

good instance of the role of volun-

teers in Israel's emergency; in nu-

merous instances, when the heavy

meeting schedule made it impos-

sible for a Bond professional to be

present, the people went ahead

anyway and. produced outstanding

results for Israel.

These are but a few examples of

the unprecedented response to the

Israel Bond drive which was

evoked by the events of the recent

past. Americans once again dem-

onstrated in the most compelling

terms their warm feeling for Israel,

and their faith in it as a coura-

geous, democratic nation.

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Where Jewishness Can't

Be Taken For Granted

The Impact Of Jewish Experiences
in The Armed Forces

By Lionel Koppman

"I am now a solid Jew from ac-

tive interest and attempt, from

some little knowledge of what I

must contribute and practice, and

from the realization of how much
harder I must work at being more

of a Jew. I owe all this enlighten-

ment and discovery to the single

fact that in the Navy I was no
longer insulated from myself, and

to be true to myself I had to find

out what it meant to really be a

Jew."

"During my military tour in

Germany, I feel I have gained in-

sight into myself, with the discov-

ery of what it really means to be

Jewish ... I have progressed from

being a person who had thought

little about Judaism to one with

new insight into himself and the

tenets of his faith. .
."

"Perhaps it was because I was in

a seemingly hostile environment.

Or perhaps it was because there

were no other Jews in my Com-

pany. The fact is I felt drawn to

the Chapel ... it did not matter

lo me that I did not completely

understand the services, nor that

I had not done this in civilian life.

. . . Truly, I have found my re-

ligion and my God in this place."

"Service in the U. S. Army Air

Force during World War II was

the Passover of my Jewish life."

These quotations are from some

of the entries in the essay contest

which the National Jewish Wel-

fare Board conducted as part of

the celebration of its Golden Jubi-

lee. Servicemen from stations

across the nation and overseas and

veterans wrote about how their

Jewish experiences in the Armed

Forces influenced their lives.

The essays reveal that service in

the Armed Forces forces a Jewish

consciousness upon those who take

their Jewishness for granted in

civilian life. After becoming pos-

sessed of this new Jewish aware-

ness, these servicemen determine

to do something about it.

Navy Lieutenant Neil Block,

first prize winner in the JWB
Golden Jubilee Essay Contest, ex-

plains how this works. Before go-

ing into the service from the

Brownsville section of Brooklyn,

he had thought of himself as "ev-

ery inch a 100% red-blooded

Jew." He went to heder, studied

for his bar mitzvah, could even

read and write a little Hebrew,

understood a little Yiddish, and
ate Jewish foods on week-ends at

home.

All of a sudden, he found him-

self thrust into a society where he

represented a "generally obscure"

minority, with whom most of his

fellow servicemen had had no
prior real-life contact or experi-

ence. They looked to him as the

"pillar of wisdom" in all things

Jewish and bombarded him with

many questions and some curios-

ity.

Lieutenant Block determined to

educate himself. He began to

listen in earnest to the chaplain's

sermons. The more he read, the

more he listened to and discussed

with the chaplain, the more ap-

parent it became to him that there

is certainly much more to being a

Jew than he had ever consciously

realized. He increased his knowl-
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edge of Jewish history, culture,

law, Talmud, Torah and the like,

and decided that besides all this

knowledge there is the more im-

portant necessity to "act" like a

few. He sought means of identify-

ing himself as a Jew. He says that

ho derived "supreme personal

pleasure" from the simple act of

taking the matzot which JWB had
provided him to the mess hall dur-

ing Passover. The more he learned

about his heritage and the more
he began making it a part of his

lile — "a slow process," as he put it

- the more real identity he felt he
had.

The second prize winner — Cap
tain Allan Mayer Cohen, U. S.

Army Medical Corpsman of Potts-

\ i He, Pa. — says that he became
aware of Judaism through the ab-

sence of Judaism: there was no

rabbi in his area, and there were

no opportunities for religious ac-

tivities. He began reading about

the Jews and their history, at-

tended a Jewish retreat with his

wife, set up a discussion group
with other Jewish soldiers and or

ganized a Sabbath service.

Through JWB, they were able

to get gefilte fish and wine to

help set a festive Sabbath atmos

phere. They viewed a movie on

the history of the Jews and even

had a Jewish "hootenanny." Now
that they were thrust into a relig

ious vacuum and had to create foi

themselves their own Jewishness,

the servicemen understood a little

more the reasons why Jews have

survived from the Diaspora to the

Arab threats.

Some of the servicemen became

Jewish leaders, serving either as

Jewish Chaplains' Assistants, or as

leaders in activities of local Jewish

military communities, or pitching

in where there were no chaplains.

One of those who became a Jewish

Chaplain's Assistant was Sp4 Jacob

G. Buttnick, U. S. Army, of Seattle,

Wash. — the third prize winner in

the essay contest.

When Fort Ord, Calif., was left

without a Jewish chaplain, Spe-

cialist Buttnick was made respon-

sible for the 300 Jewish servicemen

on the post. Without experience

in conducting services or in the

handling of a Jewish congregation,

he undertook his new task with

vigor and great hope. During the

next nine months, he conducted

services, led discussions, taught

Hebrew, and prepared "Onegs."

He spent many hours working to

improve the services. He wrote to

his rabbi back in Seattle, he spoke

to the JWB representative in his

area and sought advice from the

Post Chaplain. Later, he was or-

dered to service in Vietnam, where

he again took an active part in

the Jewish religious program.

A World War II veteran — Har-

ry Kolker of Albany, N. Y. — wrote

that before entering the service,

he was "a confused and uncertain

Jewish American boy." Militan

service changed his whole frame

of mind.

"In our search for companion-

ship, we Jewish soldiers gravitated

to each other," he wrote. "In the

barracks, at the base chapels, the

USO Clubs and the Jewish Com-

munity Centers . . . Jewish tradi-

tions and Sabbath services pro-

vided . . . a never-ending source

of strength, through the night

flights, the long trans-oceanic trips

in bombers and transports, in the

heat and sweat of the New Guinea

jungle strips, during the lonely

night:; under the Equatorial trop-

ical skies.'' Mr. Kolker still has his

copy of the JWB Prayerbook for

Personnel of the Armed Forces,

which he read often. He was

strengthened in his determination

to marry only a Jewish girl for, as

he put it, "the sense of commit-

ment to the tenets of our religion

grew strong in my heart."

In the Army, Major Stanley Eb-

ner of New Haven,— Conn., pro-

gressed from, an initial inclination

to minimize "or just plain sup

press" the fact that he was Jewish

to his election as the President ol

the Jewish Fund Council in

Heidelberg, Germany. He and hi

wife attend services and are thoi

oughly involved in local Jewish

On the first day of the war, an

Israeli, who is single, was going to

return to Israel the next night.

He spotted a beautifu? blond girl

in a Jewish organization to the

Israel Army the next day.

Taxi cab drivers, police and

candy store owners all love Moshe

Dayan—which in their pronuncia-

tion sounds like the Israel Defense

Minister came from the Deep

South.

"They ought to send Dayan to

Vietnam," said one cab driver,

adding, "He'd show them how to

win." In fact, it was reported that

one U. S. Congressman made that

very same suggestion.

At the huge support for Israel

rally in Washington, D. C. in La-

fayette Park across from the White

House, several teenagers climbed

to the top of the statue of the

famous Frenchman of the Ameri-

can Revolution, Lafayette, and

hoisted the Israeli flag. Another

youth placed the Israel flag atop

the statue of Andrew Jackson.

And finally "ran away with the

war.

Folk quality is the new — and

National. Jewish Welfare Board

(JWB).

Designed to emphasize the beau-

ty of Jewish customs and observ-

ances and taking place throughout

the Jewish calendar year, the se-

ries of folk-laden Jewish happen-

ings, which was created by staff

with the blessings of Center lay

leadership, drew together com-

mitted people, cooperative local

rabbis and innovation-lovers from

all corners of the community. It

fired the imagination of Jewish

Community Centers throughout

the coun ry, synagogues, national

Jewish organizations and the Eng-

lish-Jewish press.

The fresh, bold, contemporary

program had its genesis in Sep
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tember 1966 when, after a self-

survey, the Wilkes-Barre Jewish

Community Center engaged an en-

larged Jewishly committed staff.

Rosh Hashonah

A ten year-old boy with a talent

for blowing the Shofar brought

some of the beauty, warmth, spiri-

tual depth and meaning of Rosh
Hashanah to hospitalized Jewish

patients during the first event in-

augurating this pioneering pro-

gram.

1967, JWB recommended to all its

affiliated members that they use the

example of the Wilkes-Barre Center

and initiate Shofar-blowing visita-

tions to all Jews in their own local

hospitals during Rosh Hashanah.)

A Sukkah Walkin Tour fea-

tured the celebration of the Feast

of Tabernacles. Hundreds of Cen-

ter members took part in visits to

10 different home sukkot in

Wilkes-Barre, as well as in Kings-

ton across the Susquehanna River.

ly for the Walking Tour, held on

(he first afternoon of the festival.

Rabbi Louis M. Levitsky ol

Oheb Sha'om. Congregation in

South Orange, New Jersey, and

formerly in Wilkes-Barre, wrote in

the November 8, 1966, issue of his

synagogue's newsletter:

"In our metropolitan area, peo

pie make tours to inspect the

homes of the '.great', the 'mighty',

the 'leaders of society'. It is done

in the name of sweet charity and

always draws a crowd of women

for whom this is the only way to

crash the gates of the otherwise

'untouchables'.

"How different in purpose and

spirit is an accomplishment of the

Jewish Commuunity Center in

Wilkes-Barre, Pa. There, they ar-

ranged a Sukkah Walking Tour,

where 200 people visited the 10

outstanding sukkot in the com-

munity. The report tells of adults

and children participating, there

by doubling the spiritual aspect of

this brilliant idea. It was a seven-

mile walk, an all day pilgrimage.

Parents and children on the march

were greeted warmly by the fami-

lies whose sukkot they visited, thus

adding another Jewish dimension

to this experience—an opportunity

on the part of the hosts to practice

traditional, hospitality in the suk-

kah.

"These are not recent immi-

grants. These are — sukkah build-

ings and sukkah visitors alike —
second, third and fourth genera-

tion Americans, to whom Jewish

life is as normal as breathing, and
who demonstrate it amongst other

things by sukkah building. This
points to the vitality of Jewish life

in the community."

Hanukkah
Hanukkah was something to see.

There was a Dreidel Factory. Un-
der the leadership of a young
father, the Boy Scouts, Girl Scouts,

children's craft c'ub and the Leis-

ure Lounge (club for the elderly),

over 800 beautiful two and a. half-

inch, wooden dreidels were con
structed. Every pupil at the three
local religious schools and the local

''i eshiva Day School received one
oil these handmade dreidels.

The Center staff designed a

huge outdoor menorah, using oil,

which was attached to the flagpole

in the front of the Center. The
candle-lighting ceremonv on the

eve of the first day of Hanukkah
was tied in with an Israeli cere-

mony, called "Mayrutz Halapid"

or "Running of the Torch". Pre-

Bar Mitzvah boys carrying torches

lit from the outdoor menorah ran

in a relay system to their respective

religious schools. There, the prin-

( ipal or rabbi lit the school meno-

rah, using fire from the torches.

Fach night, a dignitary of the Jew-

ish community lit the outdoor

menorah which burned for four

hours.

As daily reminders of Hanukkah

within the building, various deco-

rative features were designed.

Danny the Dreidel, a four-foot

model, hung i:i the Center's lobby,

was autographed by hundreds of

children and. adults. Beautiful

paintings about the festival by

teenagers were hung prominently

in the lobby.

Tu E'Shvat

For an entire week around Tu

B'Shvat, the New Year of Trees,

the Center "swung" - especially

with oranges. Thousands were sold

during a five-day period from a

booth in the Center. The plastic

bags of oranges literally swung as

the purchasers carried them

through the halls and streets. A
booth, manned by a teen group,

distributed 300 marigold seedlings

to Center children.

Finally, announcement was

made that one thousand trees

would be planted on land belong-

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COMPARING THE ISRAELI AND THE

JORDANIAN RECORDS OF THE HOLY

PLACES
By Henry W. Levy

The Israelies are puzzled, as,

too, are many American Jews by

what seems to be an undue concern

manifested in many circles over

the unification of Jerusalem under

Israel administrative and munici-

pal integration. They can under

stand the desire expressed by

church leaders, and others, that

the Holy Shrines of the Christians

and the Moslems be completely

protected and that there should be

some sort of denominational or

international, control and super-

vision over the Holy Places. But

they can't understand why the

Israeli and Jordanian records on

the Holy Places are not compared

and properly evaluated.

The Israelis, as Foreign Minister

Abba Eban pointed out in his let-

ter to the United. Nations, proudly

assert that since June 7th, when
Israeli control began, "the entire-

city of Jerusalem has experienced

peace and unity. The Holy Places

of all faiths have been open to

access by those who hold them

sacred".

Further, as the letter continue,

Israel's Knesset adopted legislation

on June 27th which provides that

"the Holy Plates shall be protected

from desecration and any other

violation', and from anything like-

ly to violate the freedom of access

of the members of the different

religions to the places sacred to

them or their feelings with regard

to those places". This legislation

provides that "whoever desecrates

or otherwise violates a Holy Place

shall be liable for imprisonment

for a term of seven years".

The Israeli position on the Holy

Places is in direct contrast with

that adopted by the Jordanians

during the nineteen years that

they occupied the Old City of

Jerusalem following the creation

of Israel. During that period, Jews

—not only Israelis but all Jews-

were denied access to the Jewish

Holy Places in the Old City, and

even the Moslems living in Israel

were prevented from making their

pilgrimages to the Moslem shrines

in. Old Jerusalem.

Further, incontrovertible e v i-

dence has been uncovered of the

desecration of Jewish synagogues,

cemeterie and. other shrines by

the Jordanians during the nine-

teen years of their occupation and

administration of Old. Jerusalem.

One ol the most shocking desecra-

tions was the complete destruction

ol the Mount ol' Olives cemetery.

Tombstones from the historical

burial ground had been used in

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THE PROBLEM OF THE PROSELYTES
By Dr. H. Rabinowicz

It is interesting to trace the tra-

ditional Jewish attitude to this

problem throughout the ages.

Our Sages tell us that, in Bible

times, as soon as Abraham arrived

at a desirable location he would
pitch two tents, one for Sarah and

one for himself; then he would

proceed at once to make proselytes

and to bring them under the wings

of the Shechina. Thus he induced

men to proclaim the name of God.

His example was followed by his

descendants. Jacob, his grand-son,

declared that the only worthwhile

portion of his life was that in

which he was concerned with the

making of proselytes. So it hap-

pened that when the children of

Israel left Egypt they were accom-

panied by a "mixed multitude" of

non-Israelite strangers.

Diverse, detailed, and humane
are the laws regarding the stran-

gers. "And if a stranger sojourn

with thee in your land, ye shall

not do him wrong. The stranger

that sojourneth with you shall be

unto you as the home-born among

you, and thou shalt love him as

thyself." Even the children of the

Edomites and Egyptians could en-

ter the congregation in the third

generation; and though the men
of the Moabites were forever ex-

cluded from the Covenant, Ruth,

the ancestress of David, was wel-

comed into the fold. Numerous,

L oo, were the proselytes in the time

of King Hezekiah and in the days

of Queen Esther.

The prophets of Israel were not

particularists. They preached a

universal, faith. Although Jonah

These sentiments were echoed

by the later prophets, Zechariah

and Malachi, and the vision still

lives in Jewish liturgy. Thrice

daily it is proclaimed in the syna-

gogues that "the Lord shall be

king over all the earth; in that day

shall the Lord be one and his

Name one."

During the period of the Second

Commonwealth, John Hyroanus
and later Aristobulus resorted to

force of arms in order to compel

the Idumeans and Itureans to em-

brace Judaism; events notable as

the only two instances of militant

Judaism in history. Compulsion

was normally unnecessary. Jose-

phus relates that many Greeks and

heathens adopted the observance

of the Jewish Sabbath, the Festi-

vals and the dietary laws. Among
illustrious converts were Queen
Helena of Adiabene and her sons

Izates and Monobazus; Flavius

Clemens, cousin of the Emperor

Domitian; and Aquilla, who trans-

lated the Bible into Greek. Legend

has it that the descendants of

Sisera, Nebuzaradan, Haman and

the Roman Emperor Nero all

eventually "saw the light" and em-

braced Judaism. Outstanding Tal-

mudists, s uch as Shemayah and

Avtayon, Rabbi Akiba, Rabbi Ju-

dah ben Gerim, and Rabbi Meir,

were said to be descended from

proselytes. Hence R. Meir's max-

im: "Even a Gentile who studies

the Torah is equal to a high

priest."

Converts were generally held in

high esteem; a prayer was inserted

in the Amida for them: "Towards

betrayed reluctance to save the the proselytes of righteousness

heathens, Isaiah looked forward to

the time, when "the sons of the

stranger that join themselves unto

the Lord . . . even them will I

bring to my holy mountain ... for

my house shall be called a house

of prayer for all peoples." "The

mountain of the Lord's house shall

be established as the top of the

mountains, and shall be exalted

above the hills; and all nations

shall flow unto it. And many peo-

ples shall go and say: 'Come ye,

and let us go up to the mountain

of the Lord, to the house of the

God of Jacob; and he will teach us

of His ways, and we will walk in

His paths'. For out of Zion shall go

forth the Law, and the word of

(he Lord from Jerusalem."

may thy tender mercies be stirred."

They were on the whole treated

as equals and suffered few legal

disabilities. "An injury to a prose-

lyte is an injury to God." "The

Holy One, blessed be He, greatly

loves the proselyte." And accord-

ing to the Palestinian teacher Rab-

bi Elazar ben Pedat, "Israel was

dispersed for the divine pnrpose

of winning proselytes."

The missionary activities of the

early Christians were aimed at dis-

crediting the Torah as a "dispen-

sation of wrath" introduced "for

the sake of transgressions," and on
dispparaging the Mosiac Code as

"transitory, subordinate, and inter-

mediate." The repercussions of

Bar Kochba's revolt and the Had-
rianic persecutions led to a radical

reorientation of the rabbis toward

proselytes. Views were expressed

that "proselytes are as burden-

some to Israel as leprosy," and that

"proselytes would not be accepted

in the days of the Messiah," and
that "evil is predicted to those

who accept Gerim", because "they

are corrupt, apt to become back-

sliders, and that they keep the

practice of their fathers."

The rabbis categorically reject-

ed the view of Philo that a prose-

lyte is one 'who abandons polythe-

ism and adopts the worship of one

God." They stressed that "a prose-

lyte who acknowledges the whole

Torah save one commandment is

not accepted." Rabbi Jose ben Ju-

dah, a Tenna of the second cen-

tury, asserts that the proselyte

must observe "all the precepts of

the Scribes, even the least of them"

Genuine love of Judaism was

the only qualification for admis-

sion. "Both a man who becomes a

proselyte for the sake of a man:

similarly a man who becomes a

proselyte for the sake of the table

of kings (i.e., in order to become a

king) or for the sake of joining

Solomon's servants (i.e., in order to

acquire an important post in the

kingdom) — all these are not true

proselytes."

Thus while Christianity was
immersing reluctant multitudes in

the baptismal fonts, and Islam

was conquering many countries

"with fire and sword'' the Mother
Religion was rigidly catechising

prospective proselytes. "What rea-

son have you for desiring to be-

come a proselyte? Jews at the

present time are opposed, ha-

rassed, rejected, and overcome by

afflictions."

Despite Rabbinic discourage-

ment, history records many mom-

entous conversions. Entire Arab
tribes embraced Judaism. The
Khazar King, Bvdan, and his no-

bility adopted Judaism—a story

immortalized in Judah ha-Levi's

Kuzari. The eighteenth century

had its galaxy of illustrious names,

among them the martyr Count
Valentine Potocki (d. 1749) and

England's erratic Lord George

Gordon (1751-1793). According to

Dr. Cecil Roth, from the resettle-

ment of the Jews in this country to

the accession of Queen Victoria,

forty-one convert 1
:, (thirty-seven of

them women) were married under

the auspices of the Spanish and

Portuguese Synagogue in London.

The twentietli century, too has

its proselytes. During the last dec-

ade the villagers of San Nicardro

Garganico, in Southern Italy, em-

braced Judaism en masse and

transplanted themselves to Israel,

where they founded the village of

Alma, on a. hill in Galilee.

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A TIME OF CHANGE

Rosh Hashana — the time of

change—and again the New Year.

This time the change is radi-

cal—as when is it not? For, in fact,

the change from one year to the

next grows, it seems, more radical

and radical each year.

It seems as if the very velocity of

the planet, and all that's on it, is

undergoing an intensive accelera-

tion. Things are not as they used

to be. The change now between

one year and the next is absolutely

dazzling.

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sarily identical. In fact, perhaps,

never identical. The world's des-

tiny and the Jewish destiny go on

two separate directions ... at

least now.

Formerly, the more progressive

and liberal the world became, the

more progressive and liberal, it was
thought, became of its attitude

toward the Jew. To make it so

seemed the goal of Jewish efforts

for centuries.

But is that where it all leads?

Is forging a world where it is easier

for the Jew to live the whole 01

the real answer? Or has the time

come, the time and the change
come, when that answer is no long-

er enough? In short, has the time
come when the world's attituude

toward the Jew is only of secondary

consideration? What we mean is:

Has the time come when what the

world does and what the world
thinks is no longer of sole conse-

quence?

This Rosh Hashana is a particu-

larly good time to ponder these

thoughts, a good and choice time

to ponder the path of world and

Jew.

In recent years some wise men
in our pasture have sought to

bridge the differences between

Jew and Gentile, between Juda-

ism and Christianity, in dialogues

that sounded lofty in pronounce-

ment but demeaning in perform-

ance. Were it not better if we were
left to our faith and the Gentiles

were permitted to walk in their

own paths? What good is it to gain

concessions from holy places in

Christendom if in the process we
weaken the distinctiveness of our

own faith? Knowledge of the re-

ligions is a virtue. Synthesizing of

religious polarities is a folly, an

impossible task.

And so, when this writer davens

in shul on Rosh Hashana he will

be praying for the health and pros-

perity of Jews and Gentiles alike,

hopeful that the Gentiles will pray

for him too but without asking him
or expecting him to enter other

portals of prayer.
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TEN TO BE TENDER
By Dr. Samuel Silver

Although Rosh Hashana is

known as the New Year, it inaug-

urates not the first month of the

year but the seventh.

Why?

Apparently our sages wanted to

differentiate between the secular

year and the ethical one.

The calendar may begin with

Month No. I, originally Nissan,

when Spring breaks out upon the

world.

But the time for moral stock-

taking ought to be associated with

another month. The one chosen

was the Seventh month, Tishri.

Thus we read in the Bible that the

time of the sounding of the Shofar

should be the first day of the sev-

enth month, and the time to "af-

flict our souls," that is, to fast,

should be on the tenth day of

Tishri.

That the seventh month should

be chosen should not astonish us

because seven is a favorite relig-

ious numeral in Jewish life. Per-

haps because each day is precious

to us, and the week is regarded as

moving towards its climax, the

Sabbath, seven is special. The sev-

enth day is a holy one. The sev-

enth month is the time lor the

beginning ol the spiritual year.

Seven times seven weeks was the

interlude between Egypt and Si-

nai. Seven times seven years con-

stitutes the period of the Jubilee

when freedom and release are

called for. Incidentally, the Eng-

lish word, jubilate, comes from

this verbal source.

If the number seven is under-

scored on the High Holydays, so

is the number ten.

The High Holydays are a span

o£ ten days during which we are

urged to consider our own deeds,

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adjudge our lives with candor,

strive to reform the quality of our

life, recall the wrongs we have

committed, seek to gain pardon

from those we have hurt, find the

strength to forgive those who have

harmed us and gird ourselves for

the following year.

Why ten days?

Well, our moral law is predi-

cated upon Ten Words, the Com-
mandments given on Sinai. The
Decalogue comprises the headlines

which ought to be translated into

heartlines. It is as though our tra-

dition were asking us to take one

day to ponder each of the Com-
mandments and inquire of our-

selves to what extent we are heed-

ing them.

What if we ignore the Ten
Commandments? Then we are

putting ourselves in the position

of Pharaoh, who repudiated the

call to nobility. And what hap-

pened to Pharaoh? He too had a

tenfold confrontation: the Plagues.

During the Ten Days, then, we are

asked to avoid the Ten Plagues by

adhering to the Ten Command-

ments.

One rabbinical sage has opined

that the number ten was chosen

because it was so handy. That is,

the number corresponds to the

number of fingers on our hand.

As we look at them we have a

rule of thumb, as it were, to in-

ventory our spiritual status.

Tradition has it that Yora Kip-

pur commemorates the pardon

eiven to the ancient Israelites for

making the Golden Calf whilst the

Commandments were being prom-

ulgated. The Lord, according to

Holy Writ, wanted to destroy the

Jews for that sacrilege, but he was

stayed in His wrath by Moses, who

pleaded for his people.

The High Holyday period is our

opportunity to emulate the All-

Highest in terms of compassion

and concern. In other words, we

are offered ten days to learn to be

tender.

service personnel during the Pass-

over season.

There have been many striking

changes in the program emphases

in the work of the Commission on

Jewish Chaplaincy in the last

quarter century. The 1942 Jewish

serviceman was, for the most part,

young and unmarried. He ex-

pected to remain in service only

for the duration of the war. De-

pendents were not permitted to

accompany married servicemen ov-

erseas to most assignments, even

to non-combat areas. There were

very few professional Jewish sol-

diers and most of these took little

or no interest in Jewish religious

life.

In 1967, because of Vietnam,

there are again many young, un-

married Jews in service; but now
there is also a growing number of

Jews who are making the military

their career. These are mostly pro-

fessional people in the fields of

medicine, dentistry, law, engineer-

ing, and electronics; but there are

also regular line officers in the Air

Force, Army and Navy. Jewish

generals whose Jewishness is un-

concealed are no longer rare.

There are sizable family-type Jew-

ish military congregations in all

major military areas except Korea

and Vietnam, where dependents

are not allowed to accompany

their husbands and fathers. The
newly assigned Jewish chaplain,

when he arrives at his domestic or

overseas post, will find awaiting

him, in most cases, a functioning

lay leadership, Sisterhood, relig-

ious school and other organized

activities normally associated with

civilian rather than military con-

gregations.

This changed nature of the Jew-

ish military congregation is re-

flected in the kinds of literature

now being prepared and distrib-

uted by CJC. In World War II,

the literature was primarily inspi-

rational, intended to strengthen

the spirit and faith of the individ-

ual soldier in moments of trial.

While such literature is still great-

ly needed in 1967, there is today

also a steady demand for study

material for both children and

adults. CJC now publishes for the

military a standard religious

school curriculum and recom-

mends the textbooks which are to

be used. An established course of

study leading to Bar Mitzvah and
Bat Mitzvah and beyond is stand-

ard operating procedure at all

large military posts. So is the adult

study group. Nowhere is there a

greater thirst for Jewish knowl-

edge than among those who, be-

cause of the exigencies of military

life, have no ready access to an

organized Jewish civilian commu-
nity and yet are firmly determined

to fill themselves and their chil-

dren with a knowledge of and a

loyalty to Judaism. The threat of

intermarriage is "a clear and pres-

ent danger" to those who are rear-

ing their children in a military

environment and Jewish military

parents the world over are trying

very hard to protect their family

life against this threat.

Today's Jewish chaplains are

very different from what they were

twenty-five years ago. The World

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War II chaplains averaged 33

years of age, with seven years of

-congregational experience before

entering the chaplaincy. They
came into service completely vol-

untarily, and for the duration

only. There were no career Jewish

chaplains in the American Armed
Forces before World War II. It

was only at the close of World
War II that 13 Jewish chaplains

then on duty decided to remain in

the military service permanently.

On July 1, 1967, 20 career and

49 non-career Jewish m i 1 i t a r v

chaplains were on active duty.

Very few of the present genera-

tion of Jewish military chaplains

entered service as bona fide vo un-

teers. Since 1950, CJC's constituent

rabbinic organizations have each

operated a self-imposed "selective

service" system. Under this plan,

every member of the organization

makes himself available for chap-

laincy service if needed. To avoid

disruption of congregational life,

the new chaplains are recruited

almost entirely from the graduat-

ing classes of the major seminaries.

No seminary student will be or

dained if he refuses to subject

himself to this mandatory chap

laincy discipline, nor will he gain

admittance to the rabbinic organ-

ization of his group.

In practical terms, this means

that hi chances for proper place-

ment or advancement in the rab-

binate will be just about nil. The
Hebrew Union College-Jewish In-

stitute ol Religion has gone one

step further. Entering students at

HUC-JIR are required to enroll,

during their very first year in the

seminary, in one of the chaplaincy

training programs of the Army,

Navy or Air Force. Provision is

made, of course, by the rabbinic-

organizations for granting exemp-

tion from, chaplaincy service to

bona fide conscientious objectors.

Many of the young chaplains,

because of their comparative youth

and inexperience, have not han-

dled personal and professional

problems with the wisdom and

finesse of the older and more ex-

perienced World War II Jewish

chaplains. All this has made the

administrative aspects of CJC's

staff responsibilities more diffi-

cult. It has become increasingly ap-

parent that a larger corps of Jew-

ish career chaplains is urgently

re juired. To maintain an appro-

I lie Jewish chaplains serving at any

given time should be career chap-

lains. If a sufficient number of

young rabbis would enter the

chaplaincy voluntarily, the present

"selective service" system could be

eliminated. This would be a

healthy move in the right direc-

tion. To help bring the salaries of

ihe Jewish military chaplains up
to the level of ther civilian con-

lemporaries, JWB has recently in-

stituted the procedure of subvent-

ing the salaries of the career chap-

lains in the earlier years of their

military service. This program, de-

signed to raise the quality and

prestige of the Jewish military

( haplaincy, has already been very

helpful in inducing a number of

chaplains to remain in the military

on a career basis. It is hoped that,

in time, this JWB plan will be

decisive in raising the number of

career chaplains to a satisfactory

percentage level.

The role of the military layman

in the Jewish religious community

within the military establishment

has also been radically altered in

the last 25 years.

At no time during World War
II were there more than 275 Jew-

ish chaplains on duty simultane-

ously. These chaplains were trying

to serve a half million Jews scat-

tered throughout the world in

tens of thousands of military units.

Adequate religious coverage for

Jewish personnel would have been

impossible had it not been lor

Christian chaplains who selected

some Jewish soldier in the unit to

conduct Jewish services and who
gave these volunteer Jewish "chap-

lains" unstinted logistical and

spiritual support. Such arrange-

ments were made on the spot to

meet immediately existing needs.

They were never organized by or

supervised from any central higher

headquarters.

In 1967, the lay leadership pro-

gram has become an important,

organized and supervised element

in the total chaplaincy picture,

Catholic, Protestant and Jewish.

Lay leaders, as needed, are se-

lected and trained by the military.

Where the lay leader serves at the

same post as his denominational

chaplain, his duties and responsi-

bilities are somewhat circum-

scribed. But where the lay leader

functions under the supervision of

a post or unit chaplain of another

faith and comes in contact with a

chaplain of his own faith only oc-

casionally, the lay leader carries

on, to the best of his ability, many
of the activities which would nor-

mally be the responsibility of his

denominational chaplain.

Lay leaders, after being recom-

mended for appointment by their

post or unit chaplains, must be

approved by the nearest chaplain

of their faith, as well as by the

faith's chaplaincy supervisory

body, known technically to the

military as an "ecclesiastical -en-

dorsing agency." There are man-

ual's prepared especially for lay

leaders and training conlerences

are held under military auspices

to enable them to function more

effectively. Preparing special ma-

terials for the use of Jewish lay

leaders has become an integral

part of CJC's publishing program.

Most recently, CJC has been in-

strumental in providing such helps

as collections of sermons and taped

cantorial instructions to help the

lay leaders conduct more effective

and meaningful religious services.

Today, with only 69 lull-time

and 174 part-time chaplains avail-

able to serve Jews in uniform all

over the world (91 of the 265 part-

time Jewish chaplains work only

with VA and USPHS hospitals),

1 he Jewish lay leader plays a key

role in this world-wide religious

enterprise. In many places, the

Jewish lay leader not only con-

ducts services, but also supervises

the religions school and the con-

gregation's social and educational

programs. All this he does in ad-

dition to fulfilling his normal mil-

itary assignment responsibilities—

and with a minimum of national

recognition and appreciation and

David Finn, New York public re-

lations executive and a trustee ot
The Jewish Theological Seminary of

America, is also chairman of the
Board of Governors of The Jewish
Museum.

Lay leadership de-

velopment and supervision will

continue to be an increasingly im-

portant activity of CJC.
At the end of a quarter of a cen-

tury, it can be said that the rab-

binically controlled Jewish federal

chaplaincy agency which operates

under the umbrella of JWB has

matured and progressed far be-

yond where and what it was in

1942. As CANRA, DRA and CJC

it has done well.

What began as a striking exam-

ple of war-time unity has become

a permanent alliance of Jewish

religious forces without parallel

and a unique example of religious-

lay cooperation that has contrib-

uted enormously to the effective-

ness of the Jewish chaplaincy. The
interdenominational harmony re-

flected in the Commission on Jew-

ish Chaplaincy's planning, opera-

lions and leadership and in the

dedicated efforts of the Jewish

chaplains is one of the significant

achievements of contemporary

American Jewish history.

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REPORT ON ISRAEL

Not when men and women like

ourselves with a vast reserve of

good faith, good intentions and

sincere dedications, still struggle

with our consciences daily in ap-

plying to our personal situation

those beliefs we give voice to —

Nor should we be surprised that

other groups of individuals dedi-

cated to hate, to bigotry, to vio-

lence spring forth and strengthen

in our great land.

Men may not act like nations,

but nations act like men, because

nations are men. And when we act

or fail to act as individuals, it fol-

lows that the clubs we belong to,

the organizations we support, the

nations we pledge our allegiance

to, will likewise act, — or fail to

act.

It falls to no one but you and

me to invade this No Man's Land

of human relations. Like all wars,

it has its battles, and like all bat-

tles, it calls for personal sacrifices,

personal disappointments, person-

al bouts with our moments of

truth.

Our world is too big, too vola-

tile, too hostile for any man to

travel its crust alone. One man
needs another. The largest of our

national problems will not be

solved unless the smallest of our

private problems is — at least —
examined and dealt with.

In this room tonight are Roa-
noke Valley's leaders. For all the

great distance we have traveled to-

gether in the past decade towards

a better understanding of each
others as individuals, all of us —
Catholic, Protestant and Jew — are

now challenged to step into the

difficult terrain where the hard-

core miseries, the intensely person-

al prejudices and passions live.

Friends, 1966 for Israel has been

a year of tension. Even while

Syrian and Israeli are seated at the

discussion table, the planting of

another mine near the border has

just been reported. For reasons

such as these, Israel's Ambassador

to the United States, Avraham
Harman spoke last week to an as-

semblage of rabbis and congrega-

tional leaders with a feeling of

grim determination.

Israel had endured this circum-

stance of NO PEACE ever since

1948 when armistice agreements

were signed with the Arab nations.

Israel has demonstrated that it is

possible to live without peace in-

definitely. But, it is impossible to

endure an infiltrated peace — a

situation of NO PEACE intermit-

tently punctuated by indsidious at-

tack.

Ambassador Harman stated un-

categorically that while open to

negotiation at any time, Israel

will not turn the other cheek to

the Syrian penetration of its terri-

tory. A field near the Syrian bor-

der had been planted for seeding

Within 24 hours, four antiperson-

nel mines were found.

"War", said Clausewitz, "is a

continuation of diplomacy by

other means" — or perhaps it was

the other way around. In any case,

his seemingly cynical definition of

the war-diplomacy continues, a

never-ending struggle for power,

certainly seemed justified by big

power behavior in the United Na-

tions in the wake of the Arab-

Israeli war.

As an exercise in fantasy — and

it is not a novel idea —I used to

imagine that a waggish scientific

genius had invented an atmosphe-

ric equivalent of "truth serum"

which he had sprayed through the

hall during a recent General As-

sembly debate. It was heartening

to suppose that, in the midst of the

Soviet delegate's fulminations

against "Israel, the tool of western

imperialism, which brutally at-

tacked the Arab people", he

paused for breath and inhaled a

copious draught of the scientists's

invisible potion.

One can imagine the delegate's

frowning visage slowly easing into

a self-conscious grin.

"Of course", he would say, in

an abashed voice, "in forums like

this everybody — including me —

utters a great deal of nonsense. We
really can't help it. That's the way

the game is played — and you sure-

ly realize that what goes on here is

often a kind of game in which, I

am afraid, there are many dirty

players. An American psychiatrist

has produced a book called 'Games

People Play', which is an analysis

of the social maneuvers of indi-

viduals in your capitalist society.

We of the USSR, also have our

peculiar games — Party games, as

it were — which make it possible,

at times, for mediocre people (like

me, for instance) to rise high in

the councils of the Party and state.

"But that is not what I came

here to tell you. I know few, if

any, of this distinguished body

were taken in by my propaganda

slogans of a few moments ago. But

you also realized that ritual in our

modern society is just as important

as among the primitive tribes in

the forests, and no member of this

august assembly is free to act at all

times in accordance with logic and

justice.

"I don't need to tell you this —
but, of course, our words are

aimed at the multitudes we pur-

port to represent. We do not really

speak to ourselves, after all, but to

the millions who read our words

in the press and hear them on the

radio.

"Now let me get down to a few

essentials. I said a moment ago

that my government was con-

cerned with the aggressive behav-

ior of Israel against our Arab

brethren. Hogwash, gentlemen!

We're interested in one thing, pri-

marily: to squeeze American and

British interest out of the Middle

East so we can become dominant

in that valuable area with its

great oil resources and strategic

waterways. You all know this as

well as I — but I somehow feel this

compulsion to speak out. Thank

you."

In my fantasy, all the delegates

applauded, and one after the other

— not excluding the representative

of the U.S.A. — arose to confess the

real interests of his respective na-

tion, as contrasted with the moral-

istic rhetoric delivered at the UN.
The speech, as of the Egyptian,

Syrian and Iraqian delegates were

especially illuminating.

Cairo's representative won the

hearts of the entire assembly when

he cited, chapter and verse, the

long list of incitements of his

country against Israel, and de-

tailed the massive accumulation of

arms and the military planning

which was to have resulted in the

complete destruction of the Jewish

state.

"We hoped to become a mighty

power in the Middle East," he

Once upon a time long, long

ago, before the two world wars,

there was in East Europe a town,

a shtetl. called Regens, in the

Province of Grodneh, somewhere

in Poland. As towns go, it wasn't

much of a town. In fact, one could

hardly dignify Regens with the

name town, but it was an entity.

Its three hundred souls, with only

a few necessary exceptions, were

Jews; it had a one-room cheder, it

had a Rebbe, it had a Shul, and it

had a Shtut-Zager, a Town-Clock.

The Shtut-Zager of Regens had

been there since the beginning of

time, if you will pardon a bad

joke. No one could remember

when it hadn't stood atop its ped-

estal in the village square. Cheer-

fully decorated, ornate and com-

manding, it was as much a part of

the town's life as the cheder and

the Shul. Its penetrating tick

could be heard in all corners of

the shtetl, its chimes and bells

marked the half hours and the

hours of Jewish life in Regens.

Good times and bad times, births

and deaths, Sabbaths, both great

and small, festivals and holydays,

all were marked by the Shtut-

Zager. Most clocks need to be

wound once a day, some only once

a week, but the Shtut-Zager of

Regens was an unusual clock. It

was wound only once a year. The
best time for the winding was, ap-

propriately, at the beginning of a

New Year.

As the old year approached its

end, the Shtut-Zager would begin

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tu run down. The great hands

moved ponderously, the minutes

passed with dragging feet, the vig-

orous tick became subdued and

indifferent. The people of Regens

reflected the clock's languid condi-

tion. Some of the not so pious con-

veniently forgot to observe the

Sabbath. Mothers screamed at chil-

dren, and children fought each

other. "A little wine for the stom-

ach's sake" became a bit of a

carouse. Friends spoke disparag-

ingly of each other, businessmen

raised their prices another ten

percent, the aged were neglected

and mourners went uncomforted.

Not for long, though. Just be-

fore Rosh Hashana, the Zager-

Shamas, the Winder of the Clock,

could be seen rushing up the

street, ladder under his arm, ear-

locks and long coat flowing in the

breeze, and. not a moment too

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soon, the clock was wound tight

and solid, ready for the New Year.

At that moment, the Jews of Re-

gens prepared to celebrate the

High Holydays and the Festivals.

But the last two weeks before

the clock was wound had taken

their toll. The townsfolk came to-

gether with irritation in their

hearts, discontented, filled with a

malaise, an uneasiness, a vexation

of spirit. It wasn't until Rosh

Hashana and Yom Kippur were

over, until in fact, Erev Sukkot,

that the clock resumed its lively

march. As it did, a change came

over the citizens of Regens. To
their dignified shul-going gait was

added a hop, a skip, a shuffle, al-

most a dance-step. Decorous greet-

ings became a harmony of song.

Children jumped and shouted

with no one to say them nay.

Friends greeted one another with

affection and tolerance. Families

visited back and forth enjoying a

glass of wine in each home's Suk-

kah. The Festival had arrived!

If you want to believe that the

Shtut-Zager had anything to do

with the changed personalities of

Regen's Jews, go ahead and believe

it. But please keep in mind that

there is nothing like Jewish life for

balance. And the balance to the

Days of Awe is Sukkot. In the early

days of our history, Sukkot was

celebrated with the kind of all-out

effort by our progenitors that we

reserve for a Mardi-Gras, or even

a World's Fair. Sukkot had many

names then, it was called the Fes-

tival of the Ingathering, the Fes-

aval of Booths, but more often

ihan either of these it was simply,

The Festival. And from all reports

it was quite a festival. Our fore-

fathers had a saying, "Whoever

hasn't seen a Sukkot celebration

in Jerusalem hasn't seen any-

thing," or words to that effect. Pil-

grims came from all corners of the

Land, the streets were filled with

them, dancing, singing, no doubt

taking a drop too much. Every

home had its own Sukkah and its

doors were open to passing visitors.

The ritual in the Temple itself

was elaborate and festive, and a

lull day of celebration was topped

off by a long and intricate dance

ceremony performed by torch car-

rying men, chosen from among the

most righteous families.

But The Festival changed as we

moved from the Middle East into

the continent of Europe. By the

lime we reached towns like Re-

gens, Sukkoth was celebrated in

q uite a different manner than

back in old Jerusalem. The lulav

and the esrog remained as symbols,

the dance became a gay procession

around the Torah Scrolls, the holi-

day began to lose the bonds which

had tied it to the life of nature.

The custom of living in booths

tluring the festival is for many

Jews a delightful memory, al-

though many families still have

their own Sukkah — I have seen a

portable Sukkah of red canvas and

aluminum tubing which was a

temporary shelter right enough,

but not aesthetically satisfactory to

those who remember one erected

by a grandfather or great-grand-

father.

Some of that generation claim

that the joyous Sukkot of old is

gone forever, and it may be that

American Jewry is becoming a

trifle staid and sedate. I expect

that we could use a Shtut-Zager to

change the tempo of our daily life.

You may have a Town-Clock atop

your town's courthouse or bank

building, but like the red canvas

Sukkah it isn't quite the same

thing, is it? But we do have The

Festival and the freedom to cele-

brate it in our homes and syna-

gogues in whatever way we wish,

with joyous festivity and loving

remembrance within our own

great tradition.

Did you hear a chime? You did?

Then there must be a Shtut-Zager

somewhere in your vicinity. You

had better be on your way!

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A FAREWELL TO SNCC

ship of SNCC explaining why he can no longer be part of that organization.

Mr. Bikel is a national vice president of the American Jewish Congress.
Although his letter is a personal one and does not speak for the Congress,
we are distributing it because we feel it to be an eloquent — indeed, a
passionate — statement by an American and a Jew deeply committed to the
unity of the Jewish people and the brotherhood of all men.—The Editor.

You know me well — or ought

to. I am the fellow who, long be-

fore it was fashionable or safe,

followed SNCC's call for help and
advice. I am the man who helped

organize money and "bodies" at

the bidding of Jim Forman, Rob-

ert Moses, Chuck McDew and

John Lewis; who went to Alabama

and Mississippi because SNCC
needed his presence; who slept in

a different loft each night because

he would not sleep or eat where

his Negro brother could not and

because the sheriff resented his

presence. I am the man who was

called "kike nigger-lover" both to

his face and in print.

You owe me nothing.

I did what I did as a commit-

ment of conscience, a commitment
that is as real to me now as it was

then and one which will continue

a , long as I breathe.

But you do owe yourselves a

reappraisal of recent actions and

recent pronouncements. You who
spoke of a "philosophical concept"

behind your position on "Jewish

oppressors" owe both friend and

foe a clearer definition of such

"philosophy". It appears from

your statement that you have ar-

rived at your position after ex-

haustive research which took you

as far afield as the Arab embassies

and the Atlantic Public Library;

the latter presumably because no

Since

you speak of the establishment of

Che "illegal" State of Israel in

1948, of population figures and
movements, of conquest and of

oppression, one must presume you

are guided by historical, political,

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considerations. One must also

hope that as a matter of principle

you are engaged in an earnest

search for truth — and justice.

Unfortunately, such hope comes

Lo grief when confronted with

your stated position.

Let us briefly consider the "il-

legal" State of Israel. Palestine

was, from 1922 until 1948, a Brit-

ish Mandate. The Mandate gave

the Jewish people the political

right to re-establish Palestine as a

Jewish. State. It was neither a gift

of land to the Jews nor did it take

land from the Arabs. Lands were

purchased — often at excessive

prices — from their holders. Never

in all history had Palestine been

an Arab state. Turkish yes, British

yes, and certainly from time im-

memorial Jewish. When in 1948

the U.N. voted to accept Israel as

a sovereign state, was that an "ille-

gal" act? Surely the Rothchild who

seems to be the villain of your

memorandum did not buy both

the U.S. and the Soviet vote on

that occasion. And is the mantle

oi U.N. recognition any less legal

when applied to a white state than

it is for Mali, Chad, Ghana or

Zambia?

And, speaking of the emerging

black African nations, I wonder

if your researchers ever bothered

to inquire from whence came the

help and support for these coun-

tries in the days of their struggle?

Was it Arabs or Israelis who
trained their engineers, craftsmen,

builders, seamen and teachers. Ask
who almost single-handedly built

Ghana's merchant marine; ask

whether emerging black Africa

looked to Cairo or Jerusalem for

their "bond of friendship and

l.-rotherhood".

You seriously assert that the des-

tinies of Arabs and Negroes are

intertwined; you are, of course,

perfectly correct in that assertion.

History itself will bear out the

constant relationship of Arab and

Negro. Your own ancestors would

hardly have arrived on these

shores had it not been for the

beneficence and diligence of Arab

slave traders. And speaking of slav-

ery, did it escape you — or was it

conveniently glossed over — that

at least one of the countries whose

cause you have just espoused,

Saudi Arabia, practices slavery to-

day, in 1967? And that many of its

slaves are Africans brought to

Arabia and. sold there by Moslems
engaged in the Holy Pilgrimage to

Mecca?

Indeed, what manner of govern-

ments are these, your new prote-

ges? What political structures do
they represent? Kingdoms and
sheikdoms, on the one hand; dic-

tatorships and military juntas on
the other, whose masses live in

poverty, squalor, serfdom or slav-

ery, with a total absence of even

the pretense of democracy. How
do you think a cry of "black pow-

er" would be met in Riyadh or

Mecca? How would, "poor power''

sound, in Baghdad?

To top it all, you found your-

selves actually capable of repeat-

ing the obscene comparison be-

tween Israelis and German Nazis

advanced at the U.N. by the Soviet

delegate, replete with hideous car-

icatures worthy of the finest anti-

Semitic pamphlet. I feel nothing

but the deepest contempt for such

irresponsible behavior. It insults

the memory of the martyrs who
perished in the mass slaughter; it

insults the dreams and hopes of

their sons and heirs who built a

home and a refuge in Israel, and

who resisted being "pushed into

the sea". Their crime seems to

have been that they were resisting

their own annihilation successful-

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Evaluation of World Jewry's Response
(Concluded from Page 15)

Some of the most touching re-

sponses have come from the tini-

est, out-of-the-way Jewish commu-
nities. One example is Trinidad,

British West Indies, whose few

Jewish families contributed many
thousands of dollars and had also

funds which had been kept for

religious purposes because, as

they said, "We feel that the pre-

sent cause is more urgent. We
hope that this will set a precedent

for the larger Synagogues to fol-

low suit."

In a number of communities 1

have observed that in fixing the

initial goals, the leaders at the be-

ginning underestimated the pot-

ential response of their communi-
ties, both in giving contributions

and in enlisting contributions

from others. There have been

cases where the Chairman of the

Emergency Action after stating

the initial goal, revised it upward
every day in the light of the re-

sponse, and the final figure in one

case was seventeen times the orig-

inal one.

It has been particularly gratify-

ing to see vigorous young leader-

ship in many communities, young

men in their thirties who are set-

ting an example by their own
giving and working and who spur-

red the elders to undertake higher

fundraising targets, which, in fact

were atained.

This new factor the young

leadership which Israel's crisis has

brought out, is important not only

for Israel, but for the Jewish fu-

ture and the local communities

themselves, in all of the aspects of

their responsibilities, philanthrop

ic, religious and Zionist. Some of

the young leaders whom I have

met are of a caliber worthy of na-

tional leadership, and I predict

that they will be drawn into the

national leadership of Jewish com-

munities which stand in need of

younger reinforcements.

Just as in Israel we have found

in the crucible of the crucial test,

that our youth is better than we
thought, so in the Diaspora many
of the Jewish youth have risen to

the challenge of the hour in the

work which they were called upon
to do.

One of the questions now con-

fronting the Keren Hayesod is.

what effect will these extraordi-

nary efforts have upon the normal

fund-raising campaigns when these

will be resumed later in the year.

In my view there are good

chances that the levels of the

Keren Hayesod campaigns in the

future will be substantially higher

than in the past, for the following

reasons:

1. Israel's special endearment to

Jews everywhere as a result of

the recent mortal danger which

threatened its existence and its

remarkable victory, will not

subside.

2. Jews will feel and understand

more deeply than before, the

greatly enlarged new needs

which will now confront Isra-

el's economy, and the necessity

of providing the Jewish Agency

with enough funds to relieve

the Government of Israel from

its share heretofore given in the

Jewish Agency program of im-

migration, absorption and ag-

ricultural settlement.

8. The uncovering of heretofore

untapped resources of contribu-

tions, contributors and workers,

which has come as a result of

the emergency campaigns.

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ly. Had die "Holy War" called for

by Nasser and accomplices suc-

ceeded, you might have joined the

list of those offering condolences

for yet another case of genocide;

for the annihilation would have

been total, make no mistake.

War is cruel and inhuman, as is

all violence. Only the open blade

of a murderer can ever justifiably

be met by force. Such was the case

in the Middle East last June.

I am an American. I am a Jew.

Thus I have a commitment,

doubly reinforced by historical

and moral commandment. I am
determined to make equality and

freedom a reality in this country,

no matter what the setbacks. I am
equally determined to honor the

bonds to my ethnic and religious

background. "For out of Zion shall

go forth the law and the word of

the Lord from Jerusalem." You
have this day attempted to violate

both my commitments. The viola-

tion of one alone would have been

enough.

That you have for some time

past made a mockery of the word
"non-violent" in your name, both

in word and in deed, was inade-

quately defended by the facile ex-

planation of violence begetting

violence, chaos begetting chaos.

That the innocent should have

suffered — Negroes more often

than whites, that in the wake of

"Burn Baby Burn" real babies got

burned and most of them Negro,

is a responsibility which partly

lies on your shoulders. I hope it

lies heavily. Yet while I more and

more disapproved of your methods

I still believed that your ultimate

aims deserved support. 1 am 110

longer certain of that either. I

supported Black Power as a po-

litical concept; as a tool of anarchy

I find it reprehensible. Not that

the concept of revolution is in it-

self frightening; our m odern
world and America itself have

been built on the foundations

forged by one revolution or an-

other. What is frightening is a

revolution without a blue-print. If

it's a case of "get Whitey" first

and worry about planning later,

then the tactic seems both stupid

and dangerous. The assumption

that, by definition, all whites are

enemies and all blacks are friends

is as simplistic as it is untrue.

It is not my intention to pre-

scribe what direction SNCC
should take, either in theory or in

practice. It is, as you will quite

rightly argue, none of my affair.

What is my affair, however, is

whether or not I wish to associate

myself, my name, my energy or

my resources with an organization

with which I have fundamental

disagreements. Thus it has become
quite clear to me that, for the

various reasons outlined in this

letter, such loose ties as I may still

have with SNCC will have to be

severed forthwith. I cannot in con-

science be part of any organization

which condones injustice, let alone

commits it. I shall continue to be

part of the civil rights movement
and to be active in it. But I shall

c hoose to fight on the side of those

who, like Dr. Martin Luther King,

speak with the voice of sane and

deliberative determination; who
believe that this is a movement to

unite men as brothers, not divide

them by the litmus test of color;

w ho seek not to establish one kind

of supremacy doctrine in place of

another but who concentrate in-

stead on the fight against the real

enemies — poverty, ignorance and

hatred of fellow-man.

What you have wrought in this

latest of a long line of missteps

will be with us for a long time to

come.

ROSH HASHONAH - IT'S MEANING

FOR OUR TIME
By Rabbi Herman M. Cohen

What is Rosh Hashana? What
has it meant in the past? What can

it mean for us today?

Rosh Hashana together with

Yom -Kippur are known as the

High Holidays. This implies that

they should occupy a preeminent

position in the festival calendar of

our people. In fact, these holidays

are given more recognition and
are observed to a greater extent

than the other major festivals.

The term Rosh Hashana occurs

only once in the entire Bible, and
that is not in the Pentateuch,

where the important Jewish holi

days are described, but in the book
of Ezekiel. There it is mentioned
incidentally as the date of the

prophet's vision in 573 B. C. E.

Moreover, Ezekiel speaks of Rosh
Hashana as occurring on the tenth

day of the month. This has given

rise to speculation that in the early

centuries of our history, Rosh
Hashana (which means New Year)

was observed on the tenth day of

the seventh month, which was
known as Etanim in the early cal-

endar and as Tishri in the later

Jewish calendar, and that it coin-

cided with Yom Kippur.

In the Pentateuch, the holiday

known to us as Rosh Hashana is

spoken of only as "the first day of

the seventh month". That holiday

is mentioned twice, while the Pil-

grimage Festivals (Pesah, Shavuot
and Sukkot) are described in four

separate passages. Even more re-

markable is the fact that the three

Pilgrimage Festivals are associated

with event:; in early Jewish history,

but there is no commemoration
for Rosh Hashana. In Leviticus,

chapter 23, verse 24, we read: "In

the seventh month, on the first

day of the month, you shall have

(omplete rest, a sacred occasion

commemorated with loud blasts"

(Zikron Trua). In Numbers, chap-

ter 29, verse 1, we read: "In the

seventh month, on the first day of

the month, you shall observe a

sacred occasion, ... as a day when
the horn is sounded" (Yom Trua).

In neither citation is the name of

the holiday mentioned as Rosh
Hashana, nor is any reason given

for its observance. The name of

the instrument to be sounded is

not identified as a Shofar (a ram's

horn). The term "Trua" used in

both passages means a loud blast

such as came from the two silver

bugles which Moses fashioned in

the wilderness, at God's command.
(Numbers X:l-10). These were

used to give the signals for assem-

bly and for marching.

However, the importance of a

holiday is not determined by its

origin, but by its subsequent de-

velopment. Somewhere along the

line, the Jewish people found it

desirable to invest the first day

of the seventh month with vital

meaning and observance. They
determined to regard it as the be-

ginning of a new year. They asso-

dated it with the creation of the

world, possibly at the time when

Jewish chronology was changed

and the years were counted from

the Biblical record of the story of

creation. The years were then

dated from the first day of the

seventh month which became Rosh

Hashana.

The sounding of the horn which

the Tora prescribes as the ritual

for that day was associated with

the sounding of the ram's horn

(Shofar) when the Children of Is-

rael received the Ten Command-

ments at Mount Sinai. (Exodus

XX: 18.) The Shofar blasts were a

call to duty which the revelation

at Sinai imposed. In addition, the

Shofar sounds suggest a warning

and danger — "Blow the Shofar

and warn the people". (Ezekiel

XXXIII: 3.) The next step was to

regard the New Year day as a day

of judgment on which God de-

crees the fate of individuals and of

nations for the coming year. As we

appear before the Heavenly tri-

bunal, we realize our frailty and

unworthiness, and so we invoke

the merits of our ancestors, the

Patriarchs, to come to our aid. The

sounding of the Shofar recalls the

dedication of Abraham at Mount

Moriah when he was ready to sac-

rifice his son, Isaac, to carry out

what appeared to him as the Di-

vine behest. A ram was substituted

as a sacrifice — and the Shofar is

a ram's horn. Thus, Rosh Hashana

became a "Yom Hadin", a Day of

Judgment. Poets and liturgical

composers embellished this con-

cept. The selection "U-ne-ta-neh

To-kef," recited and chanted in

the Musaf service of Rosh Hasha-

na and Yom Kippur, portrays a

vivid picture of the Heavenly

court over which God presides. It

is modeled after a terrestrial court

of justice with its prosecutor

(Satan) and its angelic defenders.

The merits and demerits of each

individual are weighed in the bal-

ance to determine which out-

weighs the other. On the basis of

this, man's fate lor the coming

year is determined. The vividness

of the procedure appealed to the

people and they accepted it as lit-

eral truth in every detail.

For centuries Rosh Hashana was

regarded as the High Holiday.

As we approach the modern

period, we find that many of our

people no longer accept literally

the explanation given to Rosh

Hashana as a Day of Judgment.

They feel that the picture of God
sitting as a trial judge is too an-

thropomorphic and has no basis

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AT THE WESTERN WALL

They tell me this is the Wall.

No, I don't believe it. I am not

able — I am afraid to believe it.

Deep down, of course, I realize

that they are right, that indeed it

is the very Wall — which Jew can-

not recognize it instantly! Yet 1

cannot believe that it is I — I —
who now stands before it, gazing

as if in a dream, breathlessly con-

fronting it as though it were a

living being, omnipotent. all

knowing, master of the secrets of

the universe ... a man of stone

who has raised himself outside and
above time, a being that bears me
to a strange and distant world,

where each stone has its own will,

late and memory ... I cannot be-

lieve that it is I who has conceived

such stormy fantasies, that it is I

who now trembles like a wisp in

the wind!

I feel a weird sensation. . . This
is the first time that I am here,

yet I feel that I was at this very

spot before. I have already seen

these Jews, have heard their pray-

ers. Every shape seems familiar,

every sound as though it has arisen

from the depths of my own past.

But there is a difference. Before

there were no young men and
women milling about in uniforms.

. . . What are they doing here?

And why are they crying? I do not
know. They themselves neither

know nor say. They see nothing —
except the Wall before them. But
it is theirs, for it is they who bore
it on their shoulders year after

year and generation after genera-

tion. And their tears — their tears

are the Wall's.

Indeed, the coverage of this war
should be handled not only by
newspaper columnists and military

experts but by poets and kabba-

lists as well — for what has hap-

pened cannot be described in neat,

'ogical terms.

Even if we knew every last de-

tail of the war, we would still not

understand what happened; even
if all the military and political

secrets were suddenly disclosed,

we could not measure the great

mystery in which we are encloaked
as if by the command of the Al-

mighty Himself.

There are those who speak of

Hashgacha Elyona, Divine Provi-

dence and of the merit of our fore-

fathers which protected us. And
there are the rationalists who are

willing to consider just the possi-

bility of miracles. But there is no
officer I've met who has not agreed

that there are aspects to what has

happened that dry intellect alone

will never grasp.

Even the "freethinkers" inter-

pret the experience as organically

a religious one — it has compelled

each Jew to confront his people,

his past and his God.

To borrow the language of the

rabbis; the enemy prophesied,

but didn't understand his own
prophecy. It was total, for he was

defeated not only by the soldiers

and officers of an army — he was

defeated by the totality of Jewish

history itself! Two thousand years

of suffering, longing and hope

were mobilized for the battle, just

as the millions of martyrs of the

holocaust were enlisted to the

ranks. Like the Biblical pillars of

fire they came and shielded their

spiritual heirs. What enemy could

ever conquer them?

The words and phrases our en-

emy used caused the memory of

the holocaust to defeat him. He
did. not realize that there are

words which are forbidden to be

uttered, not in our generation, not

in regard to the Jewish people. . .

He didn't realize that a person

can bring destruction on himself

not only in one moment, as our

rabbis of old tell us, but with one

word!

He was too quick, too fast to

threaten the destruction of Israel,

and this was a monumental blun-

der.

True, the world community was

not moved very much by his

threats, but the Jewish nation

throughout the globe shuddered

and rose like one alongside the

Jewish State which for two weeks

lay under heavy siege. A few

words by Nassar was enough to

make the situation a fight for sur-

vival of the whole Jewish people.

This time the soldiers of Israel

felt they were not alone. Behind

them were organized hundreds of

wealthy and dedicated communi-

ties.

University students flooded em-

bassies to enlist for the fight; the

dared days of fast and prayer;

youngsters from assimilated homes

organized fund raising drives and

joined in protests; millionaires

cast aside their businesses and took

off for Jerusalem; community lead-

ers went sleepless night after night

because of their great efforts and

profound anxiety. Never was the

Jewish people so united, never so

moved and anxious, never so

ready and prepared to offer and

sacrifice everything it had, its

"might, heart and soul."

I know oldsters who withdrew

their last savings from the bank

and donated them to Israel; I

know young students who cast

away their studies and tests and

joined in the fight; I know men
who had stood "outside the Jewish

camp," who had drifted from their

people but now returned to it:

more than one apostate took upon

himself the yoke of Judaism anew

because he now wanted to identify

with his people. The miracle

which took place among our peo-

ple throughout their vast disper-

sion was as great as the miracle

within the land itself.

Thus, it is only justice that mys-

tics and poets have a hand in writ-

ing the history of our deeds. . .

I try to understand, to believe

— I succeed a bit . . . but the truth

is, I still don't understand. The
more the professional experts try

to explain — the less I understand.

It all seems like an ancient legend;

as though we had all gone far, far

back to the past. Perhaps that's

why I have an almost palpable

feeling of victory — we have con-

quered time itself! And my gener-

ation is not privileged to boast

many such victories.

However, let's not fool our-

selves. The world already envies

our victory. Already we can hear

the strident voices . . . Israel is

being extreme with its "hard"

stance, some declare. Israel should

show special patience, forgiveness

and magnanimity towards her en-

emies, suggest others. There will

be pressures, attempts to squeeze

out of us this or that compromise.

Even our "friends" are not likely

to forgive that we were victorious

— that it was such an impolitely

swift victory, so complete, so mag-

nificent. It is understandable. We
have suddenly stripped them of

the chance to pity us or even help

us.

No, the war is continuing and

will continue a long, long time.

Except that now it will be fought

with, words. Let Israel's spokesmen,

who must deal with the diplomats,

ministers and heads of state, make

certain not to surrender to the

fine rules of "logic''. The events

that took place have finally freed

Israel from the paralyzing chains

of "logic". Let the world know:

two plus two equals two thousand

years when the subject is the Wall

and its stones.

"GROW ALONG WITH THE ROCKINGHAM"

A SHEATH OF NEW BOOKS
By Henry W. Levy

There is no end of new books on

Jewish subjects; perhaps three

hundred or so a year. And I can't

claim to have read the majority ot

them; nor will I attempt to do a

so-called survey of the year. Rath-

er, I will present some comment on

four worthwhile books by authors

that I know personally.

Let me start with a book by a

fellow journalist, "This Land of

Israel" (Macmillan, $5.95) by An-

drei Sedych, Managing Editor of

the New York Russian language

newspaper, "N o v o y e Russkoye

Slovo". This is an interesting por-

trait of Israel today (pre-war) with

an unusual intriguing aspect — it

was originally written in Russian

and first published in Russia for

Russian readers. . . It is a curious

melange—biography, history, trav-

el guide, prophecy and sociology.

It is an informed tourist's view of

Israel, a valuable source of infor-

mation for a visitor going to Israel

but much more than a guide. In

format, it is divided into geograph-

ical sectors, with chapters devoted

to Tel Aviv, Jerusalem, Elath,

Nazareth, Haifa, etc., and with one

chapter devoted to Ben Gurion.

Of especial interest is the auth

or's report of an interview with

B.G. in which he discusses Russian-

U.S. relations and the eventual dis-

position of Russia's Jews. This, of

course, was before the Six Day war,

but if you place credence on B.G.

as a prophet, the main thing that

the war has changed is the time-

table.

"When the inevitable rapproche-

ment takes place between Russia

and America, as I believe it will,

and nothing can interfere with it,"

B.G. says, "peace will come also to

the Middle East. Russia will

evolve the demand for real free-

dom will constantly increase. I do

not lose the hope that Russia

will become a democracy. When
freedom and democracy are estab-

lished in Russia, a rapprochement

with America will become inevita-

ble, and then the attitude of the

U. S. S. R. toward Israel will

change".

Mr. Sedych is well read and in-

formed. In writing of the town of

Nazareth, for instance, he ranges

from the Crusades to today; he

quotes Mark Twain and Jesus; he

writes of the Holy Places sacred to

Christianity and then quotes an

American missionary, Rev. J. D.

Paxton, who in visiting the town

in 1836, expressed the opinion that

the cave in which Mary lived and

raised Jesus was not "in my view

the true place."

Both before or after a visit to

Israel, you'll find this new book
light, pleasant and informative

reading.

It has been one of the pleasures

of a career devoted to Jewish life

and letters that I have known and
worked with Dr. Solomon Zeitlin,

the erudite Dropsie College schol-

ar who is the world's foremost

authority on the Second Common-
wealth. With him, I lived through

the early days of the expression of

his doubts as to the Second Com-
monwealth origins of the Dead
Sea Scrolls.

Ordinarily, I would have been

so awed by his scholarship that I

wouldn't have even dreamt ol

reading so major a scholarly prod-

uct; but, as a friend, I thought 1

would at least dip into "The Rise

and Fall of the Judean State"

(Jewish Publication Society, $7.50).

Now, I'm glad I did.

Despite a scholarship that is

scarcely ever challenged, Dr. Zeit-

lin doesn't write as a pedant. He
assembles his material so skillfully

that you are scarcely aware of the

scholarship or footnotes. I make

no effort to be judgmental on the

scholarly achievement of Dr. Zeit-

lin, except to accept them. But 1

want to report that I'm the richer

for having read his book.

The leadership of the NCAJM
has called special emergency, sum-

mit sessions to ponder over these

issues, particularly as they will

bear on the North Carolina Jewish

community.

It is a truism that if you repeat a

Big Lie often enough many people

will believe it — but it is equally

obvious, gentlemen, that eventual-

ly you begin to believe it yourself,

as well. And I think gradually we
deceived ourselves about Israel's

fighting temper and determina-

tion simply because we kept re-

peating our own falsities until

they seemed true."

"We have bitterly assailed Israel

for its role in the Middle East, but

let me tell you, gentlemen,*' con-

tinued the Egyptian delegate, "Is-

rael is the greatest political asset

of the Arab world. Without it —
and the .Arab refugee problem

(which could have been settled

long ago if it did not serve as such

a useful political weapon) we
couM not have produced even the

semblance of Arab unity in these

times. Israel was supposed to be a

resource of incalculable value.

Unfortunately, it turned out to be

an instrument that we could not

use to our advantage, as we had

hoped.

A CHRONICLE FROM JERUSALEM
By Eleanor Finkelstein

JERUSALEM - To be a war

veteran at 19 is not at all unusual

in Israel today. To be one at 17 is

somewhat special. In this special

category are hundreds of ORT
seniors, students in Mechanics and

Electronics who> although not in

actual combat, nevertheless, made
their contributions to Israel's

struggle last June.

Before the war broke out, stu-

dents volunteered for service in

essentia] industries and vital ci-

vilian posts where regular staffs

had been depleted by the mobili-

zation. A. particularly proud group

these days is the one from the

ORT Vocational Center in Jeru

salem, for they rightly feel that

they and their school had a share

in the defense of their beloved

city when it came under Jordanian

attack.

Eighty of the ORT Jerusalem

seniors took over production and
supervisory jobs in industries. 23

others became the backbone of the

maintenance staff in the huge me-

chanical complex of Hadassah

Hospital. They worked like fiends,

cheerfully disregarding the clock.

At Hadassah, they slept and ate

on the premises. And they deliv-

ered a performance so precise and

skillful that they have been offered

permanent jobs. "Never has our

maintenance plant run so smooth-

iy," said their chief at Hadassah.

These words were as welcome as

medals to ORT Jerusalem's Direc-

tor, Max Ringart and Technical

Director Ivan Livni. They eased

the strain of those high-tension

weeks during which the two men
had to put forth a ceaseless effort

just to keep the school going.

Thirty teachers out of a staff of

40 had been called up. With the

aid of engineers above military

age recruited from civilian life and

girl students from the Hebrew
University, and by imposing triple

schedules on the staff that re-

mained, instruction was main-

tained on an approximately nor-

ma] level. The real problem was

discipline. The boys were in a

state of exhilaration. This gene-

rated terrific energy, but it was

physical, not studying energy and

it had to be directed toward some

constructive activity.

One such activity was preparing

the school shelters for use. Two of

these were readied. Students were

organized for volunteer duties as

stretcher bearers and aides in hos

pitals. delivering mail, collecting

garbage, building sandbag barri-

ers, taping glass windows, etc.

They worked with matchless dili-

gence. Three or four boys who
somehow failed to get volunteer

assignments felt miserable.

But on that fateful morning

when Jordanian shells began fall-

ing on Jerusalem, a considerable

number of students were actually

in the classrooms. Because of some

confusion concerning the city's

warning siren, the race for the

shelters did not begin at once.

Only when the din of firing turned

sharp and crackling did the situa-

tion become clear.

Then Ivan Livni dashed into

the courtyard, and sounded the

alarm by beating on an iron col

umn that had been placed there

for such a purpose. Within five

minutes, all students and teachers

were in their assigned places in

the shelters.

The ORT Jerusalem Center was

in a direct line of fire, standing

as it does on the narrow street that

is part of the famous No. 9 bus

route that ran across undivided

Jerusalem in the old days, and will

now run again across reunited

Jerusalem.

From the shelters, students

could see shells piercing the walls

and windows of the Electronics

Building. Late in the day, heavy

shell fell directly into the emer-

gency exit of the shelter in the

Mechanics Building. The force of

its explosion blew a hole in the

wall, shattered all the rear win-

dows and scattered broken glass

and metal around the yard.

The cem-

etery was completely razed when a

road was built on the summit of

the Mount of Olives as a passage

way to a new hotel. As an Agence

France-Press dispatch of July 3rd

reported, "graves were bulldozed

without any attempt to rebury the

remains. What is left of the ceme-

tery is a state of total neglect, the

graves overgrown and the tomb-

stones felled."

The fact is that all but one of

the thirty-five ancient synagogues

in the Jewish quarter of the Old

City in Jerusalem were found

desecrated when Israelis took over

the control of the Old City. As

Ambassador Eban said in a June

26th address to the General As-

sembly of the United Nations:

"This is not the result of recent

fighting. It is the consequence of

the policy adopted by the authori-

ties of the Jordan Kingdom during

the past years. That Kingdom has

a sorry and shameful record in its

treatment of Jewish sanctuaries.

In the short time since Israel

assumed responsibility for the ad-

ministration of the unified city of

Jerusalem there has been consider-

able evidence of Israel's intent to

allow free access to all Holy

Shrines in Old Jerusalem. On a

recent Friday, nearly 5,000 people

worshiped at the Mosque of Omar,
among them 2,000 Moslems, citi-

zens of Israel, to whom access to

that Shrine had been denied since

1947. Similarly, the Christian

Shrines have been open to more
people. Israel has shown a com-

plete willingness to give all neces-

sary guarantees to Christian

church leaders. Ambassador Ehud
Avriel has already conferred with

Pope Paul VI at the Vatican, and

1 lie Vatican envoy, Msgr. Angelo

Felici, has met in Israel with Prime

Minister Levi Eshkol and Foreign

Minister Eban. A communique
describing these talks said they

were marked by "great understand-

ing".

A statement, published in the

New York Times of July 12th,

signed by sixteen noted Protestant

The airman became a Jewish
Chaplain's Assistant, and he re-

called, when he was stationed in

Turkey, the "cases and cases of

gefilte fish, canned chicken din-

ners and matzot that were dis-

persed 8,000 miles from home to

all the isolated bases throughout
Turkey, Pakistan, Ethiopia,

Greece, Crete and Iran" and also

the "tremendous help which was
received from non-Jewish person-

nel."

But, he added, "the gifts, maga-

zines, newspapers and holiday sup-

plies from the different women's

organizations really made the

heart flutter."

While it took the experience of

being in the Armed Forces to

make these people fully conscious

of their Jewishness, it took all of

the Jewish programming for the

military — the dedicated efforts of

the Jewish chaplains and the JWB
volunteers, both men and women,
the hundreds of opportunities for

Jewish associations and Jewish ex-

periences, the tons and tons of

kosher foods, wine, religious ob-

jects and materials, publications,

gifts and other supplies — to help

them become informed, active and
creative Jews.

Jews have always spoken on be-

half of peace and the need for men
to learn to live together as bro-

thers. But they have managed to

maintain their historical attitude

of a desire for peace together with

a realistic approach to the need

for serving Jews in the Armed
Forces. And they can see a silver

lining to military service in the

comments of the JWB Golden

Jubilee Essay Contest entrants

who, almost to a man, said, in ef-

fect, "I found the true meaning of

my Jewishness in the Armed
Forces."
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Religion And Culture
(Concluded from Page 11)

from hypothetical or conditional

imperative which admit of excep-

tions. It may be formulated: "Act

as if the maximum of thy will were

to become by thy adopting it a

universal law of nature.

What disqualifies any of the

great religions from being truly

universal is the fact that they are

the outgrowth of a specific cul-

ture. Culture is defined as "an or-

ganized way of life which is based

on a common tradition and condi-

tioned by a common environ-

ment." Culture is not the result

of predetermined racial inherit-

ance. On the contrary, race is the

product of culture and the differ-

entiation of racial types represents

the culminations of an age-long

process of cultural segregation and

specialization.

Yet, there is a view that re-

ligion molds and influences cul-

ture. The eminent Catholic philo-

sopher, Christopher Dawson, in

his book, RELIGION AND CUL-
TURE elaborates that view. What
is the relation of culture to re-

ligion?, he asks. His answer, quot-

ing him freely, is that a com-

mon way of life involves a com-

mon view of life, common stand-

ards of behavior, and consequent-

ly a culture is a spiritual com-

munity which owes its unity to

common beliefs and common ways

of thought far more than to any
uniformity to physical type.

Throughout the greater part of

mankind's history, in all ages and
states of society religion has been
the great unifying force in cul-

ture. Religion is the key to history.

We cannot understand the in-

ner form of a society unless we
understand its religion.

On the other hand Dawson ad-

mits that culture influences re-

ligion. In his exact words: "And
conversely however, universal

and spiritual a religion may be it

can never escape the necessity of

becoming incarcerated in culture

and clothing itself in social in-

stitutions and traditions, if it is

to exert a permanent influence on
human life and behavior.

Parenthetically, it should be

stated, that American culture is

oriented to religion. The philoso-

phy of the American Revolution

may be thought of as a chain of

reasoning composed of four con-

ceptual links; God, Nature, Man,

and Government. The Declaration

of Independence has a religious

orientation. It speaks of the laws

of nature as being the laws of

nature's God. The signatories of

the Declaration of Independence

appeal to the "Supreme Judge of

the world" for the rectitude of

their intentions, and they express

"a firm reliance on the Protec-

tion of Divine Providence."

The United States is "a cosmo-

politan commonwealth". Its spiri-

tual core is a "theonomous cos-

mopolitanism"; its nationalism is

synergistic as opposed to syncre-

tistic. In the early days of the re-

public the leaders sought to move
beyond the particular doctrines

and practices in the various re-

ligious sects to find the 'univer-

sal", a principal understood as one

transcending the "national and
religious particularities" brought

to America by the multitudes from
many lands. They wrote this uni-

versalism in the Constitution and

the Bill of Rights. The religion

of the Republic is committed to

an ideal world.

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It is regrettable that the lofty

ideals of the Founders of our Re-

public have not yet penetrated in-

to all segments of our population.

An extreme example of religious

parochialism — so counter to the

ecumenical spirit and movement
in the religious world — is a state-

ment of the Home Mission Board

of the Southern Baptist Conven-

tion, in the pamphlet, "Winning
the Jew". It states: "At present

there are 5Vs> million Jews in

America. Our Baptist theology

teaches us that they are lost with-

out hope without Jesus Christ as

their Saviour."

The problems which bedevil

our contemporary age may be due,

at least in large part to the ten-

son and struggle between culture

and religion or between the Uni-

versal and the Particular. Relig-

ion is based on the recognition of

a superhuman Reality of which

man is somehow conscious and

towards which he must orientate

his life.

Culture stresses nationalism and
regards religion as the handmaid-
en of culture. Is a universal re-

ligion possible? A universal relig-

ion can emerge only on the basis

of a world culture. It would seem
that with the rampart nationalism

which is engulfing the world the

idea of a world culture is chimeri-

cal. Nevertheless even in our
confused era, we may discern pro-

gress toward an all-embracing

world culture. Technological pro-

gress is no longer the secret pos-

session of one nation. Necessity is

the mother of invention. Techno-
logical progress surmounts boun-
daries, tends to minimize the dis-

parity of living standards among
nations, diffuses ideas and blunts

paroch-'al ideas and notions. But
the One World idea is such a gi-

gantic thing that it needs more
than a foundation of social, eco-

nomic and political cooperation to

support it. It needs the support

of spiritual and religious forces.

In the words of Lewis Mumford:
"... We must create a universa-

lism based on the spiritual wealth

and variety of men; their unity in

diversity, achieved by working to-

gether for common ends. Out of

that may come, in the fulness of

time, a truly universal religion."

In the universalism of the Pro-

phets of Israel and the magnifi-

cent ethicoreligious teaching of

Jesus, were the seeds of a truly

universal religious position. But
the seeds were never allowed to

mature, for only a few centuries
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after Jesus' death the conviction

was already established that Chris-

tianity was something unique and
exclusive; that one must be a

Christian to be saved, that every

one else was out in the cold and
doomed for eternity. The two
dominant religions of the West,
Christianity and Islam, most of

the time, have been the world's

most exclusive religions, some-
times compelling belief at the

point of a sword.

The Ecumenical movement is

a hopeful sign. As yet it is reaching
out to embrace only the various
factions within Christianity. De-
sultory attempts have been made
to bring together several religions

without significant results. The
Statement on Non-Christian Re-
ligions of Vatican Council II is a

positive step in the right direc-

tion. It is far more liberal in its

attitude to other religions than
some large Protestant bodies. In
this respect Catholicism has re-

treated from its ristoric absolutist

position.

In my talk 1 expatiated on li-

beral religion. Liberal religion is

not an abstract, extract or con-

densation of orthodox religion.

Religious liberalism believes in

more, not less. This could be

substantiated, if time permitted,

by consideration of four areas of

traditional religious belief: man,
progress, prayer, and God. When
I speak of liberal religion I do not

refer to a specific institution, or-

ganization, or denomination but

to an attitude, a spirit, which is

already functioning as a ferment

or catalyst in practically all religi-

ous bodies.

A universal religion may grow
out from a reevaluation of values,

a change of emphasis, a broaden-

ing of vision within the frame-

work of existing denominations.

An illustraton of this point—per-

haps an extreme illustration—is

the announcement of a book, "A
Church Without God'' by the

Reverend Ernest Harrison, an

Episcopal clergyman in Canada.

In his book he maintains that the

Christian has a vital mission and
that Christians can shed their

traditional beliefs to build a new,

constructive and forwardlooking

theology of man while still re-

maining Christians loyal to their

respective denominations. I have

not read the book. It would seem
that Harrison is trying to square

a circle. However, the book mav
well serve as an index to the up-

heaval in contemporary organized

religion.

BOOK COMMENTS

Elie WieseVs THE [EWS OF
SILENCE (Holt) is one of those

miracle books whose impact is

overpowering not alone because of

the tragic tale it unfolds, but be-

cause the artist has succeeded in

translating the agonizing s-'ence of

the Jews in Russia into word.

This is not so much a personal re-

port by one who has been there

as a probing and sharing of their

experience. This is a compelling

document and a rare work of art.

As the vear of the ecumenical

dialogue recedes in time, it is be-

coming growingly obvious that the

panacea it was to bring is far from

realization. Quite possibly the in-

ter-religious confrontations of re-

cent years failed largely because

they tended to ignore first princi-

ples — that faiths in realitv are

unbridgeable and that their dif-

ferences need not be obliterated in

the pursuit of the cause of improv-

ed human relations.

AND THE CHRISTIAN PREDI-
CAMENT (Knopf) by Ben Zion

Bokser. AR penetrating analysis of

the non-negotiable differences be-

tween Judaism and Christianity,

die work is a major contribution

to the clarity of Jewish thinking

on the theme. In this writer's opin-

ion, the book may well steer the

ecumenical theme toward the di-

rection from which it should not

have deviated in the first place.

IN AMERICAN JEWISH LIFE
Dr. Slawson has long been in-

dignant about remaining anti-

Jewish barriers in American life,

such as those in social clubs.

'Hundreds of prestige city and
country clubs have long discrimin-

ated against Jews and other minor-

ity group members. We have work-

ed hard on this and are finally

seeing a few breakthroughs—may-

be a couple of dozen so far."

"I have no patience with the

usual excuses for this sort of

bias,"Dr. Slawson went on. "Ex-

cluding people sight unseen isn't

exercising the right to privacy: it's

bigotry. Nor is it just a social mat-

ter. After all, the club or fairway

is where highlevel businessmen

transact much of their business.

If you bar a man from these

places, you automatically disquali-

fy him for most executive careers

in corporations. I've seen more
than one qualified man defeated

by this handicap."

"I've got a great deal of confi-

dence in the built-in action cap-

ability of research,'' Dr. Slawson

continued. "We find time and

again that remedial measures are

sparked by research findings,
or even by the mere fact that re-

search is being done." As an

illustration, he stated that recent

surveys conducted by the Ameri-

can Jewish Committee in various

industries had prompted unprece-

dented efforts to hire minority

group members for management

careers.

The logic of arithmetic is quite simple. If both we and
the Soviet Union provide the Arabs with arms, the result will

be an escalation in Arab weaponry we some day may regret.

THE WRONG PLATFORM
When future historians sit down at their desks to evaluate

the recent spate of U.S. sessions on the Arab-Israel feud, they

will be baffled not only by the infutility and cynicism that

dominated the dialogues but by the extent of tolerance the

international body displayed toward vituperative outbursts

against Israel and Jewry that echoed at times the now-stilled

voice of Hitler.

When they examine the record of the sessions, the his-

torians will find that the United Nations at its current sessions

allowed itself for the first time in its history to be used as a

forum for the expression and dissemination of unadulterated
anti-Semitism.

Not in a single instance had any one but Israel's spokes-

men risen in wrath nor in protest. Nor had anyone asked that

the derogatory remarks by the Arabs and their instigators be
stricken from the record. And at no time has the chair ad-

monished such speakers against resorting to vituperation, out-

right lies and what Israel's Foreign Minister Abba Eban called

"venomous and scurrilous religious incitement."

We are not unmindful of the niceties of protocol and the

right of free speech in such an august sanctum as the United
Nations. But it seems to us that when so-called representatives

of the international community sink to gutter tactics, they

must be stopped in their tracks if only because their audience

is worldwide.

Intervention by gavel in such instances may lacerate the

sensitivities of the speakers, but silence on the part of the chair

only serves to compound the travesty.

We are reluctant to be critical of the U.N. at a time of

grave crisis in its life, but we would be remiss in our duty to

our people if we failed to register a firm protest.

idea has been implemented by the

establishment of offices in Paris,

Buenos Aires, Rio de Janeiro,

Mexico City and Tel Aviv.

In Europe, the Comittee played

a major role in restoring the reli-

gious and cultural life of remain-

ing Jewish communities after the

war. More recently the Commit-

tee's European office and its cor-

respondents in various European

countries have been instrumental

in new ventures for interreligious

ooperation.

In Israel, one of the jobs that

have interested Dr. Slawson most

has been an educational program

to help people understand Jews

in other countries. "When we
started in Tel Aviv,'' Dr. Slawson

recalls, "most of the young peo-

ple there coidd not believe that

Jews lived in America voluntarily

and that they were full and equal

citizens there." He aded that in

Israel, too, research was coming

to be used as a tool of human re-

lations: a Committee-sponsored

study, conducted by Hebrew Uni-

versity, of young people's attitudes

toward their own Jewishness and

their fellow Jews is in progress,

he said.

main agenda of Jewish organiza-

tions for the near future? "I've

already talked about the need for

a renaissance in our attitudes as

Jews," he replied. "But we also

have to reappraise our status in

the larger society." In only two

generations, he explained, Jews

had risen from workng-class to

middle-class status or better, and

from urban slums to affluent

suburbs. This, he contended,

made it their duty to reckon anew

what they owe America. "Of

course," he said, "Jews feel the

obligations that rest on a success-

ful group and discharge them, to

a degree, in the form of help to

other groups—through hospitals

and social services, for example.

But more needs to be done along

these lines."

Simultaneously fundamental re-

search was bound to remain a

continuing need Dr. Slawson as-

serted. He referred to a project

recently launched at the Univer-

sity of Sussex, near London which

the Committee is helpng to sup-

port. The Sussex study, being car-

ried on by a team of psychologists,

zoologists, anthropologists, pre-

historians and historians, seeks to

explain the violent, aggressive

component in human society that

makes mass murder possible.

YOM KIPPUR: THE DIALOGUE OF I AND
THOU

GUEST EDITORIAL BY RABBI ISRAEL WOLMARK
B'nai Israel Synagogue, High Point, N. C.

A Polish chassid who used a telephone in Warsaw for the

first time answered a disciple who asked what he had learned

from the new invention: "What I say here is answered there."

This is the basic postulate of prayer. There is the self-inductive

or self-hypnotic prayer—a subjective exercise, a kind of intro-

verted pep talk. There is the prayer of catharsis, a talking out

of one's pent up feelings, a cleansing of repressed material.

There is the declaratory prayer in which one sings his joy and
gratitude in opulent language.

But the most satisfying prayer, is, in Buber's words, a

dialogue between I and Thou, an exalted conversation be-

tween man and God. Note the nature of the principals. The
"I" is the most highly organized, self-conscious, other related

and relating form of being. The "Thou" is not an impersonal
"It", a power, an element, a concept, a ding-an-sich, an un-
moved mover, an elan vital; but rather a personalized universe
reflecting at least the sensitivity, the humanity, the compas-
sion, of its highest creature, man. Note once more the term is

"Thou" not "Him." The term focuses God's unlimited ex-

tension upon the I. God becomes an interrelated part of the I,

coming into being because of the I and taking on the stature

and character projected by the I, and giving to the I, in a

benign cycle, a capacity and meaning beyond itself.

And this is the blessed mystery of the creative process:

that as the I takes in more of the Thou, it becomes more pro-

found and subtle and meaningful an I. It expands through all

the layers of the id, the ego, and the super-ego, to embrace
more and more of the sources of its being, the family, the

community, the nation, and the world. The I must draw wider
and wider cencentric circles to include the oceanic inpouring
of the Divine. And God, too, grows thereby; for while He is

not dependent on man, the only God we can verbalize is the

God created in our image and projected by the power of our
mind.

Most of the prayers of our prayerbook are a dialogue be-

tween the collectivity, Israel, or the Congregation, and God;
but there are passages which typify Buber's intimate conver-
sation:

"Heal me, O Lord, and I shall be healed;

Save me, O Lord, and I shall be saved.

The Lord is my strength and my shield;

In Him doth my heart trust, and I am helped."

Let us, then, in the coming days, as we read the prayers
in the prayerbook, or as we meditate in silence, or listen to the

universay prayer of music, remember that we are engaged in

a great, a noble dialogue; that what is asked here is answered
there; that the answer is not merely the echo of our asking,

but the response to our petition, modified and melded with
the prayers of our fellowmen, censored and corrected by the
large perspective of time and the ultimate goal of the human
experiment, mellowed and refined by our own deep and hum-
ble recognition of the true needs of our spiritual growth.

A WELL DESERVED RESPITE
David Bernstein, who together with Harry Sabel in 1934

co-founded the American Jewish Time-Outlook, has announc-

ed that he will retire from all activity with the publication as

of September 1. This announcement is no surprise as it was

forecast last November when he sold the magazine to I. D.

Blumenthal, Charlotte, N. C, it's present publisher.

Although from the outset Mr. Bernstein was primarily

concerned with the business aspect, nevertheless his general

contribution helped to create the publication it is today. His

many friends will be happy to know that for the time being

at least, he will remain in Greensboro, making possible the

continuation of social contacts — such as the Saturday night

gin-rummy game, which has meant so much to him over the

years.

We wish him all the happiness that can come from a well

earned surcease from business cares and worries.

POST-SUMMER REFLECTIONS
As the earth turns and the long, hot summer recedes into

the back pages of history books, it will be well to remember
the events, to invoke them regularly, the way one calls upon
experiences to learn their lesson.

There is an inter-relation in these events, and the falling

of the leaves, the dissonant and dissatisfied cries of children re-

turning to school, the moving of the sun to a part of the uni-

verse where it sheds both less light and warmth, should not

cast the wrong shadow and obscure the meaning of what has

happened.
This world has seen, from June on, some shattering

events. The war in Israel and the war at home, the war in

Vietnam and the wars in Africa. We seem to be in the throes

of a struggle of vast proportions and the average citizen, who
would like nothing better than to live and let live, finds him-

self in a constant quandary. As a result, he yields to the ten-

dency of pulling the shade down, so-to-speak.

But what about the children at school? There, too, prob-
lems face them, problems of association and integration, and
they must turn to their elders for sources of understanding,
of how to behave. And perhaps it is a cliche to say—those of us
who have seen much of life must set an example. It is too easy
to say we have failed. We, too, must examine the world around
us, must keep in touch with it. help it and guide it along
paths of peace and purpose.

Summer is a season of radiance. This one has been one
of wrath and agony and war and unrest for the world and
ourselves.

As ecumenist, the Bishop twice

appeared in the synagogue made

famous by another glittering cler-

gyman, Rabbi Philip Bernstein

(the author, the advisor to Eisen-

hower right after the war, the

chairman of the American Zionist

Council, etc.).

In his utterances, Bishop Sheen

strikes regular blows for the cause

of interreligious understanding.

And the Bishop has blossomed

out in a new book which is abso-

lutely delightful. Called "The

Quotable Fulton
J. Sheen," pub-

lished by Droke House and dis-

tributed by Grosset and Dunlap,

the Sheen tone is chockful of both

wisdom and, in an appendix,

humor.

To tantalize you a bit, here is

one Sheen aphorism among the

more than one thousand included:

"The most bored people in life

are not the underprivileged but

the overprivileged." Here's an

other: "Why is there more joy in

Heaven for the repentant sinner

than the righteous? Because God's

attitude is not judgment but

love." That's what the Pharisees,

so strongly condemned in the New
Testament, often said.

As for the Bishop's humor, he

says he gave his seat in a subway
to a woman because he always

respected a woman with a strap in

her hand. He cites the lady who
objected to the preacher reading

from a manuscript with the plaint,

"If he can't remember it, how does

he expect us to?" He tells about

the girl who said of a purring cat:

"Mom, the cat went to sleep and
left its engine running." He calls

many un likable people "I" spe-

cialists.

One thing about the Bishop.

He's not an ecumaniac. You know

what that is. It's a person who
thinks any religion is better than

his.

A blueprint of postwar eco-

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YOUR INVESTMENTS

Most people are interested in

investments, but not from a busi-

ness standpoint only. Investments

are not confined strictly to the eco-

nomic phase of life. Investment

has a much broader meaning. Our
emotions and impulses of generos-

ity prompt us to give and we have

often been heard to say:

"It is better to give than to

receive."

But, truthfully, we give because

we like and expect to receive. We
invest years of study to reap re-

wards of knowledge. We give of

our interest and devotion expect-
ing in return friendship and loy-

alty.

I used to experience a great

thrill when my daughter, at the

age of 10, would come home from

school, briskly swinging her books,

and say:

"Life is so wonderful!"

How refreshing to see a young,

happy child. How much more grat-

ifying, though, to see an experi-

enced adult display joy in sheer

living. If we assume our obliga-

tions and duties with a mixture of

love, enthusiasm, interest, we can

expect a greater reward for our

labor, effort, time. Events that fill

the years are not always the re-

sults of our own choice, neither do
they always contribute to our hap-

piness. But if we take time to

count our blessings, then face our

responsibilities with courage, we
are not only investing in our own
happiness but contributing some
cheer and comfort to those close to

us. We should learn to minimize
our troubles and maximize our

blessings.

Investments must carry some
risk. Farmers do not throw their

seeds into the ground and wait for

the earth, rain and sun to bring

forth the best results with no fur-

ther help from themselves. They
may tend their crops faithfully yet

fail to reap the just rewards. Yet

that does not make them give up
trying. I knew one potato farmer

in New Jersey who had several

seasons of bad luck, yet he kept on

trying. Then came one good seas-

on, the weather was ideally suit

able for his crop, and the results

were so fruitful, they more than

made up for several preceding dis-

appointments.

I. have been saddened recently

by the death of a woman. She was

not young, and it was not merely

the fact of her death that saddened
me. It was the manner of her

death. Her body was found in a

river. Carefully tied to her arm
was her bag, and in the bag was a

slip of paper with her name and
address. She had been considerate

enough to simplify the matter of

identification. It saddened me to

think that this woman, who cared

for no one person in the entire

world more than for herself,

should destroy what was dearest to

her.

I remember hearing a story

many years ago about a corpse

covered with a sheet about which

were gathered a few people. One

was spokesman.

"The body that lies under this

sheet," he said, "never lied; never

cheated; never robbed; never spoke

ill of others; always worked hard."

The sheet was removed and un-

der it was revealed — a dead horse!

True, the horse never lied, never

cheated, never robbed or spoke ill

of others, and always worked hard.

If we say the same things of a

human being, and nothing more,

then how can we differentiate be-

tween a human being and a horse?

Just being good, with the same

attributes credited to the horse,

may label a human being "good",

but good only in a negative way.

It is not enough that one does lie.

One may sometimes find himself

in a position where justice requires

that he speak the truth aloud and

even fight for it. It is not enough
that he does not cheat; for there

may come a time when he must

put himself out to do for others in

need of his he'p. It is not enough
that he does not rob. He must be

charitable and generous. To speak

no ill of others is only half a vir-

lue. A good word expressed vo-

lubly may be of great value. Work-
ing hard in itself is of no special

merit. It is the result one accom-

plishes that makes life worthwhile.

The woman who committed sui-

cide may be compared to the

horse. She was negatively good.

Her one positive fault was selfish-

ness. She had never learned to give

of herself. She and her husband

were two unfortunate people tied

together in unhappy matrimony

for forty long years. One would

think that a woman who had no

affection for her husband would

pour all her frustrations into her

children and find joys and com-

pensation in them. But she was

selfish and had harbored a resent-

ment through the years against the

life that had cheated her of love

and joy. The children grew up,

married, and faced their own prob-

lems. The husband became ill and

was promptly sent to a nursing

home. Then she became ill. She

was afraid of hosppitals, and real-

ized that her children, absorbed

with their own families, would

give her little attention. She saw

how it was with their father, his

dependence and lonesomeness, and

his feeling of uselessness. She was

afraid of bleak old age. Her selfish-

ness had been so extreme that she

had formed no close ties with any-

body — not with husband, child,

nor friend. And now she had no-

body. Only the pursuing enemy —

illness. She was afraid.

I was saddened not only because

of her death and the manner of

her death but because life had

been so meaningless to her that

she had chosen to end it. I was

saddened that she had never

known, through the years, the

pleasure of giving of herself, of

investing some of her own interest

in others.

Progressive people, living in a

land rich with natural resources,

learn how to best utilize these

gifts of nature. The human being

has been favored with a generous

supply of natural resources — his

senses, his emotions, his intelli-

gence. If he learns how to best

utilize these precious gifts given to

man, he will reap untold benefits.

"A merry heart maketh a

cheerful countenance;

But by sorrow of heart the

spirit is broken."

In the business world we invest

The Six Day War rocked the

world, but of particular interest to

the American Jewish community
after the galian; Israel victory are

the questions:

What is happening now?
How are Arabs and Jews get-

ting alonq; together wherever thev

meet?

How serious are the economic
consequences to the vanquished
and the victors?

What is the state of the Israeli

mind today?

Almost incredible are the an-

swers as was the cause of the War
itself. The seemingly impregnable
Syrian fortification, a veritable

Maginot Line, built by the Syrians

on their heights was not impreg-

nable at all. The secret orders

transmitted by the Egyptian high

comand telling their pilots exactly

what airfields in Israel were to be
hit were never fulfilled. Jordan's

placement of its troops under
Egyptian command, was of small

comfort to the rulers of both

Egypt and Jordan.

A traveler to Ramala could

hardly believe his own eyes when
he saw King Hussein's summer
palace, adorned by a large Meno-
rah, occupied by Israeli soldiers as

a center for operations and for

preserving order in the area. Yet,

there it was, with the Israeli sol-

diers in the King's front parlor,

enjoying refreshments and respite.

On the day the authorities per-

mitted all sectors of old and new
Jerusalem to be thrown wide open,

extraordinary was the commin-
gling of the populations. Neither

demonstrations nor disorders en-

sued. The two groups showed no
animosity. Some Arabs came to

visit Israelis whom they had
known twenty years ago. We as

Americans had a foreboding that

I Met Your Sons In Vietnam
By Rabbi Selwyn D. Ruslander

Rabbi Selwyn D. Ruslandet ot Temple Israel Lsayton, (Kilo, was in Vietnam
on a 10-day official visit as the representative of the Commission on Jewish
Chaplaincy of the National Jewish Welfare Eoard (JWB), of which he is

the chairman. He worshiped with Jewish servicemen, consulted with the

Jewish chaplains in that embattled area, preached to the men at their mili-

tary posts and brought a message from the Jewish community of America.
This article, in the form of a personal journal of Rabbi Ruslander's day to

day activities, from July 24 to August 3, is a preliminary report on his offi-

cial mission. —THE EDITOR

I was the first official represen-

tative of the National Jewish Wel-

fare Board's Commission on Jew-

ish Chaplaincy in Vietnam. There

had been other commissions and

other delegations of other faiths

which preceded me. My trip was

long overdue. But it was not too

late to learn once again how many

of our young men are committed

to their faith and that they re

spond with enthusiasm and sup-

port to the Jewish chaplaincy.

They need the presence of their

chaplains. They need the aware-

ness that they are part of the

American Jewish community.

They don't want to be forgotten

by American Jewry.

Monday, July 24: I came to

Vietnam from a prior assignment

in Japan, where I conducted a

Religious Retreat for Jewish chap-

lains in the Pacific area. My ar-

rival at Tan San Nhut Airport at

Saigon (the busiest Airport in the

world, I am told) changed all

speculations, romanticizing and

emotions into realities. I was met

there by all the chaplains from the

Military Assistance C o m 111 a n d,

Vietnam (MACV), General West-

moreland's immediate organiza

tion, who were present to extend

their courtesies to me as chairman

of the JWB Commission on Jew

ish Chaplaincy, and by Chaplain

Gerry Rosenberg, the Jewish

chap'ain assigned to the Third

and Fourth Corps areas, as well

as Saigon.

From that moment through
dinner into early evening, Chap-
lain Rosenberg and Chaplain
Leonard Edmonds, Deputy Senior

Chaplain of MACV (who was as-

signed as my personal escort dur-

ing my stay) and I spoke continu-

ously of the religious needs of

Jewish personnel, the need for

Jewish chaplains, the unfortunate

and damaging effects of delay in

replacement of Jewish chaplains,

and of the difficulties of religious

coverage which the military situ-

ation created.

Tuesday, July 25: A day which

began at 6:30 a.m. and was no;

concluded until late that night —
a day of briefings of the Seventh

Air Force, by the Military Assis-

tance Command, by the Com-
manding Officer, Headquarters

Area Command, and by the Senior

Chaplains in the entire Saigon

area! Chaplain Gerry Rosenberg

was quite frank about the prob-

lems he had already confronted in

the few weeks since he had ar-

rived in that theater.

By this time, I had begun to

comprehend the extent of the

Jewish mission within the chap-

laincy program. There are 30,000

troops in Saigon alone and many
more in the numerous installa-

tions within a 20-mile perimeter.

There are 6,000 civilians con-

nected with the United States

agencies and commercial activities

stationed in Saigon. But the roads

immediately outside Saigon were

not secure in the evenings. Some
were not secure at any time. The
Jewish chaplain can not rely on

men coming to him. He must go

to them. If he desires to have a

continuing religious program, he

must be dependent upon a la\

leadership program and the few

Jewish assistants available in the

various Commands.

I learned about the tremendous

areas to be covered by the Jewish

chaplains: The First Corps area in

the north with mixed Army, Navy

and Marine personnel is serviced

by the Navy Chaplain assigned to

the Third MAF in Da Nang. The
Second Corps area (comprising

40% of the land mass of South

Vietnam) with headquarters at

Natrang has one Jew'sh chaplain

totally dependent upon light

plane and helicopter transporta

tion. He must move from base to

base in an area the size of one of

our States. The Third and Fourth

Corps areas, extending north of

Saigon to the very tip of the delta,

with few roads secure, is the larg-

est and the most populous area

of South Vietnam, with Navy and

Army installations at key spots

throughout the entire area, each

with a few Jewish personnel, each

with a tremendous need for re-

ligious ministration and the phy-

sical presence of the Jewish chap-

lain.

Wednesday, Julv 26: Chaplains

Edmonds and Rosenberg and I

drove to Lang Binh, headquarters

of the United States Army in

Vietnam. Again briefings, and

then to the headquarters ol the

Second Field Forces where, accom-

panied by the Senior Chaplains,

I went to an Engineers Battalion

to meet with the Jewish lay leader.

He happened to be the Command-
ing Officer of the Battalion, a

former instructor at West Point,

whom I had last seen when he

was in charge of the West Point

Jewish Choir at JWB's Golden

Anniversary celebration. I listened

with interest to his problems as a

lay leader: — supplies had not

been available to him (we had no

Jewish chaplain in the Third and

Fourth Corps area from February

to June). For security reasons, it

was impossible to have a single

service for the entire area after

tunset; only those in immediate

contiguous installations could
come to services. We discussed,

too, the difficulties in attempting

daytime services on Sabbath morn-

ing.

Then we had lunch at the great

military airport at Bien Hoa,

where the Commanding Officer

had arranged a special table for

the Jewish personnel to meet with

us. These men had had no services

for months, since there was no

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Jewish lay leader in their area.

They had need for religious iden-

tification and they expressed their

needs in no uncertain terms.

From Bien Hoa, we travelled to

a former French compound, which
is the headquarters of the Military

Assistance C o m m a n d for the

Corps area, and then on by jeep

to a small outpost in which a half

a dozen American troops were act-

ing as advisors to a South Vietna-

mese unit protecting the most

forward and northern area beyond
Saigon. We couldn't travel any

farther. Two hundred yards down
the road was a rubber plantation

There began VC territory and VC
control. This is a type of isolated

unit quite common in this war.

The Protestants and Catholics

have chaplains assigned to the

headquarters of Military Assist-

ance Command, whose total role

is continuous circuit riding to

these isolated units. It is only part

of the multiple responsibilities of

the sole Jewish chaplain in the

Corps area.

Thursday, July 27: At 7:45 a.

m., Chaplain Edmonds and I were

at Tan San Nhut Airport where

a small plane was awaiting us to

fly us to Da Nang, headquarters

of the First Corps and of the

Third Marine Force. We flew

over jungles, mountains, and iso-

lated villae-es \\'z could see the

flash of guns as artillery shells

exploded.

season. We were bathed with per-

spiration, even as we dropped

down over the mountains onto the

airport by the sea. Here combat
was not by report. We saw the

wounded coining in by chopper

and walked through the wards to

talk with men who had been shot

only a day or a few hours before.

I met a young cousin o! mine
from Pittsburgh (an anesthesiolo-

gist at this hospital) and some of

his friends. We spoke about the

wounded, their morale, and their

religious needs. As I went from

ward to Avard, I told these boy;

drat I was a Rabbi. Many of them
had never seen a Rabbi in Viet-

nam. Some of them, with their

eyes bandaged, could not see me
but could only hear my voice. I

knew that my presence was wel-

come.

That entire day 1 visited chil-

dren's hospitals, military hospitals,

and the Deputy to the Senior Bud-

dhist Chaplain. But all of this was

preliminary to one of the most

moving services in which I had
ever participated. I was preparing

myself for the scheduled service

when the Senior Chaplain of the

First Corps area, whom I had met
many years before, asked me to

come into his office. He had re-

ceived word from Saigon of a

phone call for me from Wright-

Patterson Air Force Base to in-

form me that my father had died.

My father had been ill when I

eft but his immediate death had

not been anticipated. Without

hesitation, the chaplain offered

me all the Nav\ and Marine facil-

ities available to fly back home.

However, I knew that, with the

Sabbath only a few hours away,

I could not return by the time of

my father's funeral. But I needed

10 pray, and I was grateful that a

service had been scheduled for

dial evening.

The chapel in Da Nang was

crowded. The lay leader was an

Air Force officer: the cantor was

a Jewish chaplain's assistant, a

Marine. There was also a civilian

at services, a man in his sixties.

In his desire to be of help to Jew-

ish personnel, and finding no

other place or role, he had volun

teered to become a civilian em-

ployee in Da Nang, so that he

could help with the [ewish pro-

gram.

But we
had a little wine for all and the

When I prepared to drink my
wine and I said to the boys,

"L'Chaim," "to life," it was not a

toast, it was a prayer.

Friday, Julv 28: More visits,

and then a light plane flew us to

An Khe, headquarters of the First

Cavalry division, where I attended

a. pre-Sabbath service set at two in

the afternoon. Once again I wor-

shiped in a crowded chapel; once

again I spoke to an intent and
attentive congregation; once

again a Kiddush after Services,

but a Kiddush with a difference.

The First Cavalry division had

been adopted by one of our Jewish

communities in the States. There

were salami and homebaked cakes.

It was a festive occasion, indeed,

because here was one Jewish

"community" in Vietnam that was

remembered.

Reluctantly 1 left the First Cav-

alry division. There were scores of

men who stood in the chapel long

after services waiting to talk, men
who had come in from outposts in

the valley at the edge of the hos-

tile hills — but my plane was

waiting to take me back to Saigon.

Forty-five minutes to shower, to

change clothes and then I hurried

to the Rex billet where, in the

mall chapel, Sabbath eve services

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Between Hammer and Sickle

The Armenian religion is in a

particularly advantageous posi-

tion. The Armenians, as is well

known, have their own republic in

the Soviet Union, but there are

also a large number of them

scattered throughout the world.

They were among the first peoples

to adopt Christianity, and they are

very proud of this fact. They are

now split into several factions; the

headquarters of the most impor-

tant of these factions, the Mono-
physite-Gregorian, is in Echmiad-

zin, not far from Erevan, the

capital.

Echmiadzin is like a Vatican to

the Armenian faithful, and I had
the pleasure of visiting it. I was

received at the entrance to the

church (or rather a large aggre-

gate of churches, monasteries, and

schools) by a young Armenian

priest into whose care I was en-

trusted by the Intourist guide.

The guide did not interfere from

that moment. Quite the contrary,

he walked around the place as if

on tiptoes. Our host showed us

around the well-maintained, neat

churches and monasteries, and

proudly pointed out the beautiful

objects inside them. "We received

this marble altar from the Armen-

ians in Italy," he said. "These rugs

came from the Armenians in

India. That large organ was sent

three years ago as a gift of the

Armenian congregation in Lon-

don," and so on. When we got to

the printing house, which was in

one of the adjoining buildings,

our host pointed to a number of

large crates and told us that they

contained modern printing presses

which the Armenian community
of the United States had just sent

over.

At the head of the Armenian
Church is the Chief Patriarch,

who is called the Supreme Cath-

olicos of the Armenian Church,

and whose authority is similar to

that of the Pope. I requested an
interview with him and after

waiting for half an hour in a

wonderfully kept garden, another

priest appeared and told me: "His

Holiness, Catholicos Vazgen I,

will be glad to receive you."

Vazgen I, a youngish, handsome

man, greeted me in his sumptuous

office. The subject of our conver-

sation was the state of the Armen-
ian community in the Holy Land.

The Soviet government encour-

ages Armenians in every part of

the world to make pilgrimages to

their religious and spiritual center

in Armenia. Thousands upon
thousands of Armenians flock to

Echmiadzin, carrving gifts, and

the authorities encourage the

bringing of contributions to this

spiritual center from all parts of

the Armenian dispersion. I believe

the only "private" place of busi-

ness in the Soviet LTnion is the

shop that the Armenian Catholi-

cos has opened in Erevan with the

permission of the authorities.

There, all kinds of gifts which

have come from overseas are sold.

The proceeds, I was given to un-

derstand, are used for archeologi-

ca] excavations, for the mainte-

nance of historic sites of the

Church in Armenia, for the re-

pair and construction of buildings

in Echmiadzin itself, and for

(hutches and monasteries in other

parts of Armenia.

This is what happens when the

government believes that it can

profit not only from the preser-

vation of an existing Church or-

ganization but also from the fur-

ther development of it lor the

benefit of a religious group which,

though scattered the world over,

acknowledges its spiritual center

as lying within the Soviet Union.

With this as a background we
can now discuss the state of the

Jewish religion in the Soviet Un-

ion.

To begin with, it has not even

the semblance of an overall organ-

izational structure. This consti-

tutes the first big stick wielded

against it by the authorities.

Readers of the Israeli or Wes-

tern press sometimes get the im-

pression that there is a Chief

Rabbi of Russian Jewry. This

title is sometimes used to describe

the rabbi of the Moscow congre-

gation. But this is only a euphe-

mism used by Jews living outside

Russia who look for some sort of

consolation in the face of the

tragedy of Russian Jewry. It is

they who bestow this honorific

title, which has no basis in reality.

The Soviet government recognizes

neither a Chief Rabbi nor any

rabbi whose authority extends be-

yond the boundaries of the religi-

ous community of the large city or

small town where he officiates.

The Jewish faith has no hierarchy

and the rabbi of the religious

Jewish congregation in Moscow is

equal in Soviet eyes to the rabbi

of Betumi in Georgia. And not

only is there no hierarchy, there

also does not and cannot exist any

recognized and permanent line

between the rabbis and the leaders

of the various religious Jewish

communities.

The situation is due to the na-

ture of the "religious Jewish com-

munity' (evreiskaia religionaia

obshchina) the only Jewish relig-

ious body recognized by the

Soviets. This institution is always

connected solely with the one local

synagogue of a city or of a section

of a city, and never with an area

that is more extensive than the

town in which it is located.

The government simulates that

twenty Jews, known to and autho-

rized by the authorities, shall be

responsible to it and all activities

in a given synagogue. When we

speak of the authorities in this

instance, we refer to the responsi-

ble official (unomochennyi) ap-

pointed by the Department of Re-

ligions in that town. This depart-

ment is a special official body, an

extension of the Committee on

Ritual and Religious Affairs of

the Council of Ministers, and its

task is to supervise all religions

and religious institutions in the

Soviet Union. Close ties no doubt

exist between the Committee, or

its allied bodies, and the central

security organization of the Soviets

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Remembering
Jewish Jewry

One walks up the steps into an

imposing town house on New
York's quiet East 73rd Street and

opens the door onto a wide lobby

which on one of its inner walls

contains pictures of German Jew-

ish Nobel winners. After a quick

scan, one realizes that nearly half

of Germany's Nobel winners were

[ewish — and the Jews were only

one per cent of the population.

It is fitting, therefore, that the

Leo Baeck Institute which is dedi-

cated to collect and preserve the

evidence of the history of German-
speaking Jewry recently held an

exhibit documenting the life and

work of a gentle woman who her-

self was the victim of Nazism.

She is, of course, Nelly Sachs,

who along with S. Y. Agnon re-

ceived last year the Nobel Prize

for Literature . . . "for her out-

standing lyrical and dramatic poe-

try which with gripping power in-

terprets the fate of Israel".

The exhibit contains photos of

the way stations symbolizing Miss

Sachs' life; her lyric and dramatic

poetry, selected translations of her

works including letters and manu-
scripts, records, tapes and radio

scripts.

One of the highlights of the ex-

hibit are the drawings of an oper-

atic adaptation of Miss Sachs'

"Eli: A Mystery Play of the Suffer-

ing of Israel," which opened in

Dortmund, Germany, on March 5.

The exhibit of the works and
related literary items of Miss Sachs

spreads over two floors of the five-

story Institute.

But the presentation is more. It

also is a reminder that the Holo-

caust swept away German-speaking

Jewry, destroyed its institutions

and scattered its records to the

four winds.

The Institute was established in

1955 to collect and save all that

survived the Nazis. And it has

gathered 40,000 volumes and ar-

chives containing tens of thous-

ands of original documents includ-

ing diaries, family papers and

hundreds of unpublished memoirs

of men and women from all walks

of life.

The Institute was named in

honor of Leo Baeck, the great

scholar and senior rabbi of Berlin

who was the last outstanding rep-

resentative o f German-speaking

Jewry and the last head of the

German Jewish Community. He
suffered in a concentration camp
during World War II, but miracu-

lously survived. Before he died in

London in 1956, at the age of 83,

he was president of the Institute

that bears his name.

Many valuable possessions and

documentation now housed in the

Institute, for instance, were found

in antique shops in West Germany
after the war. Others were donated

by families from all over the

world.

There are, for instance, letters

from Albert Einstein. He wrote to

a Brooklyn rabbi. Heinrich Heine
asks a friend to visit him in 1848.

Heine says "it would be a great

comfort to see you before my
death." Experts at the Institute

said he did not die until several

years afterwards. In a letter from

Sigmund Freud, one notes this

remark: "The Jews treat me as a

God-fearing rabbi."

The Institute concentrates on

German-speaking Jewry from the

Enlightenment to the catasrtophe

of 1933-45.

German-speaking Jewry, of
course, was a vital element in

Modern Jewish History. One need

only recall such figures as Martin

Buber, Rapphael Hirsch and The-

odore Herzl, to appreciate the

world-wide impact produced by

that relatively small group.

Moreover, Germany played an

important part in Jewish History

in terms of immigration. Cities

such as Berlin, Leipzig, Frankfurt,

Vienna, were way stations for

thousands of Eastern European

Jews who later moved on to Eng-

land and America.

Germany also was the birthplace

of Reform Judaism, as well as

modern trends in Orthodox and

Conservative Judaism.

German-speaking Jews also con-

tributed much to America and

American Jewish life.

Jewish philanthropy in the

United States grew out of the New
York Federation of Jewish Philan-

thropies and those founders were

the Schiffs and the Warburgs. The
department store and brewery in-

dustries were established

mainly by German Jews.

here

Today, the survivors of German-

speaking Jewry live mostly in Is-

rael or America, although there

are about 30,000 Jews in Germany.

The Leo Baeck Instiute provides

the resource material for visitors

and scholars. Until now, most of

the funds for this Institute came

from German reparations which

have ended. And so now, the Insti-

tute is looking to American Jewry

to help it write the definitive his-

tory of German-speaking Jewry

and so preserve its great cultural

legacy which is indeed vital to fu-

ture generations.

Delta. There I met with the three

Jewish personnel who were avail-

able and off duty for the moment
- a helicopter pilot, a Navy cox-

swain, and an electronics special-

ist.

Unfortunately, they had
not even a prayerbook available.

Saturday, July 29: Unfortunate-

by this time a respiratory infection

(one of those Vietnamese bugs

Avhich seem to afflict all newcom-
ers) had caught me. My tempera-

ture all that day had been ele-

vated, and now seemed to have

soared to unmanageable heights.

The Sabbath morning services at

which I had planned to be present

to meet some of the troops who
were brought from outside Saigon

during the day time for services,

were missed. By night, the temper-

ature broke.

Sunday, July 30: In the morn-
ing I was able to stagger out ol

my bed, weak but functioning, to

begin once again my travels to

seek my brethren. We took our

light plane to Natrang, headquar-

ters of the First Field Forces

where Chaplain Sholom Gliksman

was stationed. I had anxiously

been awaiting the opportunity

to meet with him. I knew that he

had arrived only a few weeks be-

fore at the Second Corps area. I

was amazed to discover that even

in the short few weeks he had
already conducted services at

most of the major installations

within his Corps area.

We spent the morning together

discussing his responsibilities to

his vast and scattered community.

That afternoon Chaplain Ed-

monds and J flew to Cam Rahn
Bay. At this major military in-

stallation there is a concentration

of Army, Navy and Air Force, and
I quickly discovered that even

though Chaplain Gliksman had
already conducted services a lew

weeks before, there was an urgent

desire on the part of the Jewish

personnel for continuing Jewish

programs.

\t Cam Rahn Bay there was

no problem of night security and

the men could go from the Air

Force base and the Navy base to

join the larger number of Jewish

personnel at the Army installa-

tion. This judgment was proved

correct in the services which 1

held that evening. Present were

Air Force nurses from the hospi-

tal, Army and. Navy personnel.

Once again the enthusiasm of the

congregation, the feeling that my
presence was important to these

men, made me the beneficiary of

their zeal. Once again I discov-

ered, at the Kiddush after the

services, that the Second Corps

area was well taken care of and

there was no lack of material for

the Kiddush or for other religious

needs.

Monday, July 31: Once again

and prouder today than at any time in the history of recorded
man.

"What is a Jew ... a tired old man squinting his watery
eyes, as he bends over needle and thread in the corner tailor
shop in an American city. A gifted musician performing in an
European symphony orchestra ... an ordinary family man with
no medals or high water marks in his life. But yet, each is dif-

ferent from his fellow man and for thousands of years that
difference has meant the difference between survival and death.

"To me a Jew is a special kind of man whatever his race
. . . color ... or religion. A man who has learned the bitter art
of survival and the ability to endure adversities with dignity
A man who has dared to be different when the cost of dif-

ferences were sometimes life itself. . . . But he is no member
of a super-race and for dark periods in history men who
thought they were members of the super-race believed he
could be exterminated.

He became a cause and it had a name: "Freedom." Free-
dom of the individual spirit to express itself according to the
dictates of its own conscience. "Today the wandering Jew.
wanders no more. Nor does he wonder who he is or what he is!

He stands like a beacon light in a world that has often been
darkened by the shame of racial and religious hatred. He glows
inwardly and outwardly with a knowledge that while he is

imperfect; like all his fellow man, he has given the world an
historic lesson in survival. "Survival with dignity . . . courage
. . . confidence . . . and grace. Whether intellectual prince or
peasant, todav's Jew has done what millions before him have
tried but could not do: He has proved to the world that to be
a Jew is still something special and something different . . .

but the artificial inferiority complex that was laminated on
his psvche by centuries of oppression is gone forever. It was
blasted away by the rise of Israel. A tinv state in a vast hostile
land, that seems to be all muscle but has left room for much
heart."

(K.G.B.) it may even be an inte-

gral part of the security organiza

tion. The law requires that these

Jews, called dvadtsatka (the twen-

ty), be elected in accordance with

a. plan predetermined from above,

and must include a chairman,

finance committe, auditing com-

mittee, and so on. They must con-

duct meetings and keep minutes,

which they are required to pre-

sent to the Department of Relig-

ions at fixed intervals. The dvadt-

satka includes the gabbai (direc-

tor) of the synagogue and the

heads of the congregation. When
they select a rabbi for the religious

community his appointment must

first be confirmed by the authori-

ties. Consequently, the "religious

Jewish community" in any given

town is only a body representing

one synagogue directed by twenty

Jews.

Thus, for example, Leningrad,

with a Jewish population in ex-

cess of a quarter of a million, has

one religious community and one

synagogue. Kiev, with its two hun-

dred thousand Jews, has one re-

ligious community and one syna-

gogue. The same is true of do/ens

;>f other cities which still possess

a. synagogue. Only in Moscow am!

in a few towns in Central Asia and

the Caucasus is there more than

one synagogue. (In addition to its

t entral synagogue, Moscow has

two small synagogues located in

distant parts of the city.)

(July 5th) our sleepy passengers

went off in different directions. In

the evening I walked the streets

of Tel Aviv swarming with people.

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The ZOA House in Tel Aviv,

once a tourist landmark, looked

drab and neglected. That evening

a slap-dash Yiddish troupe offered

a comical yarn named "A Galit

zianer fun Mexico". Joseph Bulov

counteracted elsewhere with a me-

lange of skits, monologues and

impersonations.

If I Forget Thee O Jerusalem

By courtesy of Histadrut we
drove out to Jerusalem, united

after 1897 years, when our fore-

fathers lost it to the Roman Le-

gions under Titus. Speeding along

the Jaffa Road we saw old houses

crumbled, heaps of rock and rub-

ble. Building work is going on
everywhere. We traveled on wide

new roadways. In the distance we
saw the cinnamon colored, ter-

raced mountains of Judea sporting

young trees planted in memory of

our six million Nazi victims. The
trees stood mournfully still. We
passed shattered houses, many
with roofs blown off. From the

Mea Shearim Quarter we veered

off to the Valley of Hinnom and

ascended Mount Zion. En route

to the Grotto of the Holocaust we
walked through the Avenue of the

[ust, a pathway edged with sap-

ling trees donated by sympathetic

Gentiles. The grounds and struc-

ture are cared for by Yad Vashem.

In the dim interior of the Tent of

Remembrance, memorial lights

flickered over the names of the

Nazi death camps engraved on the

stone floor. Pictures of Anne

Frank, Sh. Dubnow, the historian,

and other well known Nazi mar-

tyrs are displayed in the Exhibi

tion Hall. On one of the walls I

read Baal Shem Tov's quotation:

"Forgetfulness prolongs our Exile;

Remembrance is the secret of our

redemption".

We entered the Holy City

through Herod (Zion) Gate. It

unfolded a labyrinth of narrow

sloping lanes and winding alleys

teeming with Israelis, foreign vis-

itors, and Arabs. Arab youths

hawked. Israeli newspapers, cola

drinks, trinkets and squealed for

liras. Pedestrian traffic in all di-

rections, frequently sliced by the

ubiquitous jeeps of the Israeli

military police, was tremendous.

Many spared, but shuttered houses

still flew white flags. An English-

speaking Jordanian was asked:

"Where were vou when the fight-

ing started?" He replied: "Down
in the cellar waiting for it to end."

An older Arab sighed: "We are

very tired of wars; peace will be
good".

General Weizmann declared

that he did not believe in miracles

but in an army well trained, well

led and well equipped.

He reiterated his favorite ex-

pression that "Jews are 'Worriers'
"

and justifiably so since they had

endured so much in their time, but

they should not worry here now.

However if he were living in De-

troit in the tense situation, he'd

worry, too.

Upon those who heard such

leaders as Eshkol, Ben Gurion,

Dayan, and Rabin, deep impres-

sion was made by cogent state-

ments as follows:

"We long for peace even as the

cannons roar."

"We are a small people but a

brave one."

"There is no hatred in Israel

against anybody."

"We need not be concerned

about our youth. They have been

misjudged. They are truly heroic.

We must build on their idealistic

character and their aim to become

more Jewish."

"We don't want a fourth round,

but we'll never have peace if we're

not prepared for war."

"The statement that we gave

any MIGS to the United States for

inspection is not so. simply be-

cause we need them for ourselves."

"The Six Day War is over, the

seventh day of' Peace has not yet

been attained."

What a prophetic statement this

was. The attitude of the Arab

people was and still is for peace

and tranquility, if they were only

left to their own behavior pattern.

But the higher-ups in Arab politi-

cal life don't want peace. So from

time to time, we can expect them

to build obstacles and through the

threat of violent reprisals on their

own fellow Arabs they will con-

tinue to use their masses for politi-

cal ends. Adept at boycott, they

will attempt to hurt business rela-

tionships by strikes and closing

shops.

It remains to be seen whether

the welfare of the Arab people

will prevail over their demagogue

and selfish leaders. It will require

all the tact and ability of the Is-

raelis to accomplish this end. and

defeat the machinations of the

Arab political leaders in peace as

in war.

The following day we returned

through the Lions Gate. Our car

was parked, and we trudged uphill

on Via Dolorosa, stalked by flocks

of shrieking Arab children push-

ing at us knick-knacks, American
cartons of cigarettes liberated

from UNWRA shelves, and cakes

made of honey and sesame seeds

in exchange for agorots and liras.

We turned left into the oldest

market place in the world teeming

with butcher shops, fruit and veg-

etable stands, one-or-two table

cafes, buzzing flies, veiled women
balancing baskets and bundles on

their heads, donkey-drawn carts,

and Arabs squatting in the shade

sucking at narghiles (water pipes).

At the Church of the Holy Sepul-

cher some of us squeezed through

and crouched to visit the candle-

lit crypt holding the remains of

lesus.

On Al Mundaloon Road the

shattered old synagogue. Eitz-

Hayim, was a heap of rocks and
half-crumbled stone walls. Agi-

tated Israelis stared in dismay and
anger, and vowed to rebuild il.

David's Tower, spread below us in

the haze, rose as if to challenge

the massive Church of Dormition
with its war torn dome. The gold-

en dome of the Mosque of Omar
and the El Aqsa Mosque, topped

by a crescent, glinted in the blaz-

ing sun.

The approaches to the Wailing

Wall, widened after the surround-

ing sniper-infested Arab houses

were blown up, were crowded. By
the Wall men and women wept,

swayed, prayed, recited psalms,

and praised the Lord for the mir-

acle of having recovered the an-

cient Temple site — the essence of

their national religious fulfill-

ment. Many placed petitions in

the crevices of the Wall.

From Mt. Olives we moved to

Mount Scopus, which fell to Israel

after 19 years. It was there where

Two days later our Histadrut

car, armed with a military permit

(perhaps no 1 o 11 g e r required)

rolled out of Tel Aviv toward
Sinai. We passed Rishon L'Zion,

the oldest wine producing settle-

ment in the country; the Natanya
outskirts where the Abik pharma-
ceutical plant was hit by three

fordanian war planes, causing

asualties and destruction. We
toured the coastal city of Ashdod
on broad avenues, comfortable not

yet fully occupied apartment

houses, the new ORT school rising

over the Mediterranean shoreline

where modern harbor installations

have been installed.

Out of Ashkelon we reached a

military checkpoint, then open

unfarmed fields in what was

Egypt. We stopped to photograph

a frightened boy in pajamas lead-

ing a camel. The clay huts looked

deserted and weather-beaten. On
hilly terrain we saw a charred

truck, a burned-out half-track, an

abandoned artillery piece. Knots

of gaping Arabs appeared on the

curb of the highway.

We arrived in the center of

Gaza to a tumultous "reception"

by jostling Arabs of all ages wav-

ing at us sun parasols, flutes,

beads, and ballpoint pens. Com-

petition for our liras was fierce

and deafening. On the far side of

the square an Israeli army truck

rounded up suspicious Palestin-

ians who later we saw being re-

leased. We were cautioned to stay

out of alleys where the camp bar-

racks buzzed with grim-looking

•lugees.

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ISRAEL BOND CAMPAIGN
Mrs. Golda Meir, pioneer leader in the establishment and

development of the State of Israel, will address key meetings in

major cities in the United States next month to give added
impetus to the campaign for Israel Bonds, it was announced
by Dr. Joseph J. Schwartz, Vice President of the Israel Bond
Organization.

The celebrated Israeli leader, who has played a dominant
role in the domestic and foreign affairs of her country since it

proclaimed its independence in May, 1948, will be the guest

of honor at communitywide meetings in Los Angeles on No-
vember 2nd, Detroit on November 7th, Chicago on November
12 th, New York on November 14th and Miami on November
16th.

After serving as Israel's Foreign Minister for ten years,
Mrs. Meir retired from the Cabinet last year to become the
Secretary General of Mapai. Together with former Prime
Minister David Ben-Gurion and the late Eliezer Kaplan, the
first Finance Minister, Mrs. Meir laid the foundation in iqt=io

for the establishment of the Israel Bond Organization, which
during the past sixteen years has become the most important
single source of funds for the country's economic development.

The campaign has a quota of $78,743,400 as the first

portion of the new $500,000,000 Fourth Development Issue
that was initiated on September 15th. The attainment of this
goal would bring to a record-breaking figure of $250,000,000
the total cash sales of Israel Bonds for 1967.

"Since the end of the war in June, it has become increas-
ingly clear that large-scale financial aid to bolster her economy
will be a vital factor in Israel's struggle to achieve a lasting
peace settlement," Dr. Schwartz said.

"The process of restoring nomal economic life in the
postwar period has been slow and costly. It has been compli-
cated by the fact that a highly expanded industrial develop-
ment program is needed to bring the economy out of the slump
it was in prior to the outbreak of hostilities. This situation
makes it imperative for the Israel Bond compaign to mobilize
record sums in the coming months to provide more jobs for
the unemployed and to improve Israel's trade balance through
an increase in exploits," Dr. Schwartz declared.

AID TO RELIGIOUS SCHOOLS
The four sponsors of a major test case challenging the

use of Federal funds for church-supported schools today hailed
the action of the U.S. Supreme Court in agreeing to hear argu
ments on the right of tax-payers to sue the government over
the expenditure of Federal funds.

The four organizations — the American Jewish Congress
United Federation of Teachers, the United Parents Association
and New York Civil Liberties Union — said the high court's

action the way to an authoritative judicial determination of

the constitutionality of Federal aid to religious schools.

The suit was initiated in Federal District Court in New
York December 1 , 1 966 by a groun of seven taxpayers and
residents of New York, all of them officers of the four sponsor-
ing organizations.

Leo Pfeffer, special counsel of the American Jewish Con-
gress, is chief counsel for the plaintiffs.

The chief issue in the suit is the use of funds under the

Federal Elementary and Secondary Education Act of 1965 to

supply textbooks for use in church-connected schools and to

pay for teachers assigned to such schools.

Justice Department attorneys asked for dismissal oi the

suit on the ground that the taxpayers did not have standing

to sue. By a vote of 2-to-i, a special three-judge Federal Court

sustained the government's motion to dismiss the suit June 19.

The three-judge court cited the 1923 Supreme Court decision

in the Frothingham case, which broadly barred taxpayer's

suits in Federal courts.

An appeal was then taken to U. S. Supreme Court, argu-

ing that the Frothingham decision should be overruled and

that in any case it did not apply to taxpayer's suits based on

the constitutional guarantee of religious freedom.

It was this appeal that was upheld by the high court in

agreeing to hear arguments on the question of standing to sue.

The Supreme Court is expected to hear argument on the

case some time in January 1968.

In hailing the action by the high court, the four organi-

zations sponsoring the suit declared:

"We are deeply gratified at the court's decision to hear

argument on this major issue.

"The 1923 Frothingham decision has for too long acted

as a shield in protecting violations of the constitutional pro-

hibition against the use of tax funds for religious institutions.

"The ruling means that the Supreme Court will now con-

sider whether that arbitrary impairment of constitutional guar-

antees is to continue. This gives those who are concerned with
protecting separation of church and state the opportunity to

show how the Frothingham doctrine has impaired enforce-

ment of the separation requirement and why it should be re-

versed.

"By this action, the court has paved the way to an authori-

tative judicial determination of the constitutionality of Fed-

eral aid to religious schools."

What book "surges with vital-

ity?"

What book "omits nothing?"

What book is inordinately

praised but seldom read?

The Bible, of course.

But young people are beginning

to discover the significance of the

Bible.

For example, down in Alexan-

dria, Va., where the rabbi is Rabbi

Emmet Frank, there's an annual

prize for the youngster who writes

the best essay on the Bible. Called

the Solomon Dimond Memorial

Award, the prize this year went to

young Ellen Lasser, who described

the Bible as "A World of Life,"

and saluted it in these words, wor-

thy of reproduction:

'What is the Bible? To different

people the Bible is different

things. However, to almost every-

one, it seems to be a classic merely

existing for praise and not actually

meant to be read. Yet, this remark-

able classic has lasted throughout

[he world dining thousands of

generations.

"The reason: the Bible has

something very special to say. It

Is a story so wonderful that once

one knows its purpose, this story

can be told and retold without

losing its power. It shows life, life

with its meaning found in God.

This is what can be found while

reading the rich poetry; this is

what can be heard in the eloquent

speeches.

"This like a single melody with

many variations can be found

throughout the Scriptures. The
Bible surges with the vitality of

such a melody. Its singers praise

the beauty of life, a life which

is full of love such as disp^yed

between Jacob and Rachel, Jona

than and David, Ruth and Naomi.

This life reveals the stirring drama
of adventure such as displayed by

thrilling deeds of courageous men
'ike Daniel and brave women like

Esther. This life reveals the wis-

dom of the Lord as spoken

through such prophets as Amos
and Isaiah.

"The Bible is a complete his-

tory of the Jewish people, of our

people. It omits nothing. It does

not hide the evil of Israel like that

done at the foot of Mount Sinai.

It does not hide the mistakes of

our great like the wrong done by

Jacob when he won the blessinc

of his father. No, the Bible tells

everything. Yet, it is more than

just a history or a cl assic. It teaches

more than morals or traditions. It

helps reveal the value of life, and
even more important, the Holy
Scriptures teach reverence for the

Lord."

No expression has become more
popular in current parlance than

the query, "Would you believe?"

The question is usually followed

by something or other.

On Yom Kippur it would suf

fice merely to repeat this phrase.

Would you believe?

Would you hold on to the be-

liefs of your forefathers?

Our fathers believed that there

was a Force and Source in the

world making for a better society.

They asserted that the greatest

miracle of all is man's ability to

make a comeback from faults and

errors.

They affirmed that they had :i
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mission to set an example of vir-

tuous living for the rest of man
kind.

They declared that the greatest

act of courage is the humble ad-

mission of past follies.

They felt that the training of

children should take priority over

many other aims that lure us on.

They stated that the Torah was

ihe best schorah, that is. that

nothing is more valuable than ad-

herence to and dissemination of,

ethical precepts.

The High Holyday period is

the time when we are asked to

look our soul in the face, to accept

the moment of truth, to judge our-

selves candidly and valorously in

the light of our own private un-

derstanding of the extent to which

we have lived up to our potentials.

During the past year we have

witnessed turmoil and tumult,

war and strife in the Mideast, in

the Midwest, all over the world.

It is easy to adjudge others. Each

of us has a view about Vietnam,

about Nasser, about civil rights

and civil riots.

We don't know where the next

problem will erupt.

They tell about the Detroiter

who last June wrote his relatives

in Israel: "If you want to stay

there, all right, but send the chil-

dren here, where they will be

safe." Later on in the summer, the

Detroiter got a message from his

Israeli relatives: "If you want to

stay there, all right, but send the

children here where they will be

safe."

Yes, external events magnetize

our interest and require our aid.

But on Yom Kippur we get

down to bedrock.

Inspiration gives rise to dreams:

Moments of profound inspira-

tion tend to soften the heart, stir

the mind, and often transform a

human being into something nobl-

er, greater, and finer than he or-

dinarily is. In such moments self-

ishness is weakened, stubborness

broken, laxity is overcome, the

animal in man is subdued, his best

human qualities emerge and take

command. In short, during mo-
ments of deep inspiration, man
rises to his highest self. "All poets"

says Ralph W. Emerson, "have

signalized their consciousness of

rare moments when they were su-

perior to themselves, when a light,

a freedom, a power came to them
which lifted them to performances

far better than they could reach

at other times."

The High Holy Days afford us

rare moments of inspiration. The
Holy Day moments appeal to the

very best in us. They clearly show
us how we live, what we are, what
we can be and what we ought to

strive to be if we are to be above
the beast.

In response to the Holy Days'

appeal, we promise ourselves that

in the days to come our way of life

will be much nobler than before;

that the time alloted to us will

henceforth be used more frugally,

wisely, and fruitfully.

Nothing good, nothing endur-

ing, has ever been achieved by

man or society without "sweat,

blood and tears". Yes, it is better,

it is wiser, to continue making

promises and fail to fulfil them

rather than refrain from extract-

ing resolutions from ourselves.

For unfulfilled promises have

a way of haunting, nagging and

tormenting the conscience. This

being the case, there is hope that

one day we might call a halt to

vacillation, deferment, indiffer-

ence become masters of our des-

tiny, and at long last thrill to the

experience of having turned words

into acts and acts that have made

us better and happier human be-

ings.

Of Brotherhood

A CHRONICLE OF THE JEWISH BOOK
COUNCIL

The No Man's Land of Brother-

hood is the land where we pro-

claim the American creed of each

person being accepted on his own
individual merit — and then dis-

credit this belief by categorizing

him with a color label, a religious

label, a nationality label that auto-

matically, instantly prevents even

a superficial view of the individ

ual as an individual.

These are the areas in our daily

lives I call the No Man's Land of

Brotherhood. It is land that no

man should permit to exist, — but

being humans, we do.

We pay for this no man's land

of un-involvement. We pay in the

loss of integrity that goes with

maintaining a double standard —
in. the loss of self respect that

comes with doing so much less

than we are capable of doing as

individuals — in the personal frus-

tration we feel hecause we don't

really know what we honestly be-

lieve in — enough to light for and

live for.

We should not be surprise. I at

the violence erupting in our land

this week: nor at the violence that

erupted in the Holyland last week:

not when whole nations can be

influenced by ambitious deceiving

leaders into risking a third world

war rather than face the hard re-

alities of human relations.

Not when we as individuals,

raise our children by the Good

Book, by the Constitution, by the

family heritage — and then show

that they need not live by these

truths to thrive in this material

world —
Not when men and women like

ourselves with a vast reserve of

good faith, good intentions and

sincere dedications, still struggle

with our consciences daily in ap-

plying to our personal situation

those beliefs we give voice to —

Nor should we be surprised that

:;ther groups of individuals dedi-

cated to hate, to bigotry, to vio-

lence spring forth and strengthen

in our great land.

Men may not act like nations,

but nations act like men, because

nations are men. And when wc

act or fail to act as individuals, it

follows that the clubs we belong

to, the organizations we support,

the nations we pledge our allegi-

ance to, will likewise act, — or fail

to act.

It falls to no one but you and

me to invade this No Man's Land
of human relations. Like all wars,

it has its battles, and like all bat-

tles, it calls for personal sacrifices,

personal, disappointments, person-

al bouts with our moments of

truth.

Our world is too big, too vola-

tile, too hostile for any man to

travel its crust alone. One man
needs another. The largest of our

national problems will not be

solved unless the smallest of our

private problems is — at least —

examined and dealt with.

In this room tonight are Roa-

noke Valley's leaders. For all the

great distance we have traveled

together in the past decade to-

wards a better understanding of

each others as individuals, all of

us — Catholic, Protestant and Jew
— are now challenged to step into

the difficult terrain where the

hard-core miseries, the intensely

personal prejudices and passions

live.

Time is running out and the

problems will not disappear.

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Giants Of

American Jewry

Two of American Jewry's great-

est builders — Isaac Leeser, of

Philadelphia, who died in 1868,

and Abba Hillel Silver, of Cleve-

land, who died in 1963 — arc

featured in the forthcoming No-

vember, 1967, issue of American

Jewish Archives, published on the

Cincinnati campus of the Hebrew

Union College- Jewish Institute of

Religion. It is no exaggeration to

say that the course of American

Jewish history might very well

have run in different channels,

had each not risen up to give need

ed leadership — spiritually, in-

tellectual, and even political lead-

ership — to the Jewish community

of his own day.

Dr. Bertram W. Korn's "Isaac

Leeser: Centennial Reflections" is

devoted to an assessment of the

mid-nineteenth-century leader who
was not and never claimed to be
an ordained rabbi, but for twenty

years served Philadelphia's Mikve
Israel Congregation as a hazzan.

Says Dr. Korn, himself a distin-

guished rabbi and historian: "It is

difficult to believe that one man
could have been so imaginative

and productive." The German-
born Leeser, who came to America
as a teenager in the 1820's, was .1

man of firsts. He was the first to

recognize American Jewry's need

for institutions like Jewish hos-

pitals, orphanages, welfare federa-

tions, a nation-wide congregation-

al and rabbinical union, a rabbini-

cal seminary, and an organization

lor Jewish self-defense or anti-de-

lamation. His was the first volume
of sermons delivered and publish-

ed by an American Jewish clergy-

man. Leeser prepared the first

complete American translations of

the Sephardic and Ashkenazic

prayerbooks, the first Hebrew-

primer for Jewish children, the

first Hebrew-English Torah edited

and translated by an American

Jew, and the first English transla-

tion of the entire Hebrew Bible by

,111 American Jew. He was also the

first to establish a Jewish commun-

al religious school, an American

Jewish publication society, and an

American Jewish theological semi-

nary.

Leeser's monthly magazine and

news journal, The Occident, was

1 lie first successful American Jew-

ish periodical. In short, "practical-

ly every form of Jewish activity

which supports Jewish life today,"

writes Korn, "was either establish-

ed or envisaged by this one man.

Umost every kind of publication

which is essential to Jewish surviv-

al was written, translated or foster-

ed by him." That is why Korn can

say that Leeser 'contributed more

to the creation of a viable Ameri-

can Judaism, than any other Jew-

ish religious leader has ever given."

For his pioneering efforts to se-

cure American Judaism on firm

foundations, Isaac Leeser surely

ranks as the outstanding American

Jew of the 1800's.

Rabbi Leon I. Feuer's "Abba
Hillel Silver: A Personal Memoir"
deals with a man who might well

be singled out as the outstanding

American Jew of the 1900's. Like

Leeser, Silver, too, was an immi-

grant, though of Lithuanian rath-

er than German origin. Unlike the

Philadelphia hazzan, however, Sil-

ver was an ordained rabbi, an

alumnus of Cincinnati's Hebrew
Union College. For nearly hall <i

century, Dr. Silver served as rabbi

of The Temple (Congregation

Tifereth Israel) in Cleveland,

Ohio. From that pulpit, by virtue

of his dazzling gifts as orator,

scholar, and Zionist spoken-states-

man — and not least by virtue of

what Feuer calls his "overpower-

ing personality" — Silver won

world-wide renown for himself.

Feuer is now the esteemed rabbi

of Toledo's Collingwood Avenue

I'emple, but for eight years, from

1927 to 1935, he was Silver's as-

sistant at the Cleveland Temple.

Silver had inspired him to enroll

.it the Hebrew Union College, and

Feuer recalls his luncheon elates

with Silver during midyear and

Passover vacations: Silver would

often unfold a Yiddish newspaper

and generally leave me to my

food and our separate thoughts.

He almost seemed to take a special

kind of delight in flaunting that

esoteric Yiddish type before the

gaze of the non-Jewish diners

around us. It seemed to be a kind

of symbolic act expressive of his

fierce Jewish pride."

In later years, even after he

had left Cleveland for Toledo,

Feurer continued to work closely

on Zionist affairs with his mentor

He recalls the "supreme confi-

dence" Silver had "in his own
judgment" — and how '"he was

far more frequently than not vin-

dicated by events." Silver, writes

Feuer, "did not know how to com
promise with or to conciliate his

opponents. . . . Whether it was a

public weakness, history will have

to judge." With equal vividness,

Feuer recalls Silver's "robust

sense of humor," how "travel . . .

was a source of intellectual re-

plenishment for him," his pro-

found belief in Jewish education

"as the chief instrumentality of

Jewish survival," and how Silver's

Zionism incarnated "the Messianic

drive of the people of Israel, root-

ed in a long past of racial experi-

ence and dreaming, for spiritual

hegemony in the world.'' He tells

us, too, how nothing would keep

Silver from "his weekly custom" of

inspecting the Cleveland Temple
"from furnace room to dome, and

—Over 60 per cent of the labor lorce is skilled or semi-skill-

ed. Each year, there is a 1 o per cent increase in the number of
professionals in the population. Israel exports have increased
almost fivefold in the last 10 years.

More than 250 American companies already know these

facts. Through their own experience, they know that investing

in Israel is good business—all the time.

They know, too, that Israel offers a readily available pool
of skilled labor and professional people at relatively low wage
rates. Good engineers in Israel get $400 to $500 a month.
Skilled technicians receive about $200 to $300 a month.

A growth economy, an expanding industrial base, a skilled

labor and professional force. All of these have helped make
investment in Israel profitable.

Just recently, too, Israel's liberal law for the Encourage-
ment of Capital Investments was amended to include outright
grants to American companies of up to 33 per cent of invest-
ment in machinery and equipment.

A Tribute to Mr. Max Lieberman,

Hon. Pres. Beth El, Durham, N.

C, Sept. 22, 1967, Presented at

"Appreciation Sabbath."

When a Rabbi stands up to pay

tribute to a congregational leader

there are some inherent dangers

present. For one thing it might

appear as an act of flattery to in-

crease personal acceptance. For

another, no matter how worthy the

individual there are always reper-

cussions from others who feel thai

their efforts have not been suf

ficiently appreciated.

If I experience any trepidation

and mixed feelings tonight, it is

for other reasons. Not only are we
honoring a most distinguished

leader, but we are also bidding

farewell to him. Moreover, nine

years ago, as President of Beth El.

he welcomed me as Rabbi of this

Congregation, and my stay in Dur-

ham has been greatly enhanced bv

his close personal friendship. I

feel subdued and saddened, for

within my being there is an inter-

mingling of sweet and sacred mem-
ories that have accumulated dur-

ing the years.

Our Congregation lias acted

wisely in declaring this to be.

"Appreciation Sabbath," for our

guest of honor is unique in both

synagogue and community. There
is no individual quite like him in

our midst.

1, for one, though a relative

newcomer, cannot conceive ol

Durham Jewry without the im-

print of this marvelous personal-

ity. Apparently a more recent ar-

rival can more easily assess the

impact of a man on his community
than those who have lived all their

lives with an unusual personage
and have as a result, possibly come
to take him for granted.

To me as a Rabbi and friend,

three qualities of our honoree
identify his distinctiveness:

First and foremost I see him
as a man of vision.

Secondly, as a man of com-

plete dedication and undi-

vided loyalty.

Finally, as a man who identi-

fies wholeheartedly with his

people.

Permit me to elaborate briefly

That we meet tonight in this in-

spiring and beautiful house of God
is largely the result of his vision.

Dreams, say the psychanalysts, re-

veal the personality. Vision, while

awake, says the Bible, reveals the

character of a man; and when
there is no vision a community
perishes.

Thank God there was one man
who had a great vision. A vision

of a new religious center that will

attract and uplift all who are con-

cerned with understanding our

great tradition and relating ii 10

the ever changing emphases of

contemporary society. Hallowing

the past it will also sanctify the

present and point the way to an

even greater future. As the mag-

netic core of the community it will

strengthen the communal feeling,

with, mutuality and reciprocal re-

spect between Jews and their

neighbors.

Our presence here tonight bears

testimony not only to the greatness

of the vision but also that he was

able to translate it into concrete

reality. Think not lor a moment
that this was an easy task.

In Memoriam-Chester A. Brown, 1891—1967
Eulogy spoken at his funeral November 15, 1967

by Rabbi Joseph Asher

A voice that spoke in many languages and addressed it-

self to many listeners has been stilled forever. Its echo, how-
ever, will long resound among its listeners.

There was the voice of love speaking to his wife, children

and grandchildren. They responded in kind by adopting the

ideals which he instilled in them. To them and his sister we
offer our most heartfelt comfort.

Personal though their grief is at the loss they have sustain-

ed, they must share their sorrow with many of us in this com-
munity and throughout this whole area. For beside being a

devoted husband, father and brother, whose functions he per-

formed most assiduously, Chester Brown was also a public man.
Through this magazine, The American Jewish Times-Outlook,

whose destiny he guided for over a quarter of a century, his

voice served as a public reminder and interpreter of the issues

that concern our Jewish people. Always thoughtful and often

pioneering in spirit, he challenged his readers to ever greater

accomplishments through an ever better understanding of

what was expected of them. There is many a monument al-

ready to Chester A. Brown's efforts. There is no need to fashion

one for him now. Many a communal leader in our State turned

to him so that he may interpret their ideas and plans and mob-
ilize popular support for them. He did so skillfully and with

notable success. 'Many an achievement of our communities saw

their first light of day in these pages. His gentle persuasiveness

transformed hopes into reality.

For many years, Chester Brown's name was synonimous
with Mr. B'nai B'rith. It was almost literally with his last re-

maining ounce of strength that, only a few weeks ago, he trans-

mitted the duties which he performed so long to a successor.

But, and this was so characteristic of him, he did so not with-

out a ringing charge to carry on the purposes of this Order
with greater devotion and urgency. His physical voice, by then,

had been drained of much of its forcefulness, but it yet rang

loud and clear with deep conviction. He was not satisfied

merely to retire, a state which he had long since earned, and
which his failing health would have demanded from lesser men.
He insisted on choosing and effecting his own succession. Some
men might call him stubborn, but better men will call him
tenacious and indefatigable.

Mr. Brown's voice was not so parochial as to speak only to

Jews, and of matters Jewish. His interest in the recreation de-

partment of our City and his service in behalf of the handicap-

ped testifies to the diversity of his concerns.

And all of them were culminated in his constant and abid-

ing trust in the concept of human Brotherhood. Whether
speaking from the editorial page of his magazine or from the

platform of Temple Emanuel to which he gave so much, or

from the Board of the National Conference of Christians and
Jews, on which he served with distinction for many years, the

theme of Brotherhood and its absolute imperatives were al-

ways uppermost in his mind. No wonder that the nation-wide

recognition that he received for his devotion to it was most
meaningful and most rewarding for him.

This voice then is now stilled forever. Though it spoke

in many languages its accent was always the same. It was the

accent of our ancient and holy Jewish tradition.

As husband or father, as spokesman or leader, he was
motivated by the fundimental requirement of our prophetic
heritage which are: to love mercy. To fulfill it, he always ex-

tended that quality to his beloved family. It is to do justly To
act on it, he espoused every cause that would uplift his fellow-

man. And to walk humbly with God. To be true to it, he
sought no reward.

But today we know that God's reward is assured him. The
echo of his voice will ring in our ears long after his final words
came from his mouth and pen.

HANUKKAH MESSAGE—DR. MYRON BER~
MAN

The Late Supreme Court Justice Louis D. Brandeis once
stated: The Maccabees' victory proved that the Jews—then al-

ready an old people—possessed the secret of eternal youth; the
ability to rejuvenate itself through courage, hope, enthusiasm,
devotion and self-sacrifice of the plain people.

As we once again approach the festival of Hanukkah, his

words appear prophetic in the light of the six-day war in Is-

rael. There has always been an external foe—in the days of the

Hasmonean brothers it was Antiochus IV and in June, it was
the threat of overwhelming armies and modern weaponry
dedicated to the proposition that Israel must be destroyed. But
the prophet, Isaiah promised: "He hath made my mouth like

a sharp sword and He hath made me like a polished shaft."

Out of the early dawn came the shadowy forms of the mirages

like a polished shaft methodically and scientifically destroying

the Egyptian power of retaliation. And through the desert

plunged the Israeli tanks, like a sharp sword opening the straits

of Tiran and driving to the borders of Suez. Unfortunately,

until mankind is regenerated, there will always be an Anti-

ochus to oppress us. a Nasser to atack us and a berobed anti-

semite to hate us.

In 165 B.C.E. as in June, 1967, the Jewish people stood

alone. Judah Maccabee had to rally support from his brethren

and supporters—those who preferred freedom to slavery and

from the ranks of the Hasidim—those traditionalists who could

not abide Antiochus' religious abominations. There was no
outside assistance. Similarly, in May, 1967, when Israel was
menaced, there were some muffled expressions of Gentile

sympathy but soon after, complete silence! And dialogue re-

quires communication. Hardly 25 years after the holocaust in

Europe, Christian theologians overlooked the threat of an-

nihilation facing those few souls who cheated Hitler's creme-

toria and managed to escape to Israel. This was the disconcert-

ing result of decades of interfaith meetings. We were misled

by words that did not result in a change of heart.

We are isolated and must learn to structure otir lives on
this basis. We must not compromise our principles for the sake

of inter-group understanding. The outside world was prepared

to watch while Israel could have been trampled into the dust.

Both Hasmonean and Israeli were compelled to rely on
their reservoir of inner resources. The secret of the Israeli

victory was "the courage, hope, enthusiasm and devotion" of

its young people as well as the spirit of self-sacrifice of its

"plain people." General Moshe Dayan wrote in his Diary of the

Sinai Campaign that his most important advantage was the

moral and the intellectual caliber of the Israeli soldier. The
challenge of self-rejuvenation motivated the Israeli to the same
degree that it had influenced his Hasmonean forbears. In the

potential of our youth in Israel and in this country, we possess

the secret of eternal youth.

But, the truth of the matter was that in June, 1967 as in

Maccabeean times, crisis was foisted upon the Jewish commun-
ity when it was in the throes of rampant assimilation. The
Maccabees were opposed by the privileged classes and by the
active Hellenizers of all stations in life. Similarly, the war in

the Middle East was thrust upon us when American Jews were

Record Total of $13,300,000 In

Subscriptions in Auspicious Op-
ening of Fall Campaign

The Fall campaign for Israel

Bonds got off to an auspicious

start during the High Holidays

when more than (>00 congregations

in various parts of the United

States and Canada recorded a 34%
increase in subscriptions over last

year, it was reported this week by

Dr. Joseph J. Schwartz, Vice Pres-

ident of the Tsrael Bond Organi-

zation.

On the basis of incomplete re-

ports, this year's synagogue activi-

ties on Rosh Hashana and Yom
Kippur produced a record total

of more than $13,300,000 in Israel

Bond sales and commitments, as

compared with a total of $9,900.-

000 that was realized during the

special High Holiday program a

year ago, Dr. Schwartz said.

Since the inception of the Israel

Bond, campaign in 1951, appeals

for support of Israel's economic

development have become a tradi-

tional form of inaugurating com-

munitywide campaigns in the Fall,

which is usually the period of

peak activity for Israel Bonds.

Dr. Schwartz observed that the

encouraging results achieved dur-

ing the High Holidays represent a

"heartening indication that the

heightened consciousness of Is-

rael's needs awakened by the his-

toric events of last June may pro-

duce greater results for the recon-

struction and resumption of the

full-scale development of Israel's

economy in the months to come."

The Israel Bond campaign,

which initiated a new $500,000,000

Fourth Development Bond Issue

on September 15th, is seeking to

sell a total of $78,743,000 in Israel

Bonds during the Fall drive. The
attainment of that goal would

bring to $250,000,000 the cash sale

of Israel Bonds for the entire year

of 1967.

Louis Broido, IDC Chairman, Reveals Negotiations With

Polish Government On JDC Programs Continuing

Louis Broido, Chairman of the

Joint Distribution Committee, last

week confirmed that JDC had

been requested to close down its

relief and other programs in Po-

land by the end of 1967 but indi-

cated that negotiations with the

Polish Government were still con-

tinuing.

Mr. Broido, who is now in Israel

with the Study Mission of the

United Jewish Appeal, declared

that "we have conveyed to the

Polish authorities that we con-

sider it premature to end JDC's

assistance, including relief, cultu-

ral and other aid, to Poland's Jews

at this time. In our view, it is par-

ticularly important to provide for

the orderly completion of a num-

ber of special JDC-supported assis-

tance programs and projects on

behalf of the aged and the aging,

since more than half of Poland's

20,000 Jews are over 50. As a

matter of fact, in May of this year

Polish authorities gave us approval

for the building of two new homes

for the aged in order to make a

start toward solving this problem.

"Moreover, even though our

concern is with current needs,

none of us can — nor should we —

forget the historic role and im-

portance of the Polish Jewish

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United States Charged With

Indifference And Negligence

In Nazi Murder Of lews,

Secret 1944 Document

Reveals
New York — Indifference and

negligent c on the pan of the

United States Government helped

Adolf Hitler carry out mass exter

mination of Europe's Jews, a

hitherto secret report to President

Franklin D. Roosevelt charges.

The report, submitted to Roose

velt in 1944 by then Secretary ol

the Treasury Henrv Morgenthau,

was made public October 30 in an

article in the new issue of Look

magazine.

According to writer Arthur D.

Morse, a detailed list of charges,

directed against the State Depart-

ment, was handed to Roosevelt in

a dramatic confrontation with

Morgenthau at the White House
on January 16, 1944.

A draft of the Treasury Depart

ment staff paper was titled "Re-

port to the Secretary on the Ac-

quiescence of This Government in

the Murder of the Jews," Morse

writes. Morgenthau's condensed

version, captioned "Personal Re
port to the President," was read

by Roosevelt in the presence of

Morgenthau and two aides.

The "Personal Report" began:

"You are probably not as fa-

miliar as I with the utter failure

of certain officials in our State

Department, who are charged with

actually carrying out (rescue) pol-

icy, to take any effective action to

prevent the extermination of the

Jews in German-controlled Eur-

ope. . . .

"Whether one sees this failure

as being deliberate on the part of

those officials handling the matter,

or merely due to their incompe-

tence, is not too important from

my point of view.

"However, there is a growing

number of responsible people and

organizations today who ... see

plain Anti-Semitism motivating

the actions of these State Depart-

ment officials and, rightly or

wrongly, it will require little more

in the way of proof for this suspi-

cion to explode into a nasty scan-

dal."

The original draft report, Morse

writes, was "an 18-page narrative

prepared by three Protestants" on

the staff of Morgenthau, who had

himself ordered the study after the

U.S. allegedly failed to act prompt

ly in the rescue of 70,000 Ruma
niafi Jews.

Morgenthau's investigators

charged:

"(1) (State Department officials)

have not only failed to use the

Governmental machinery at their

disposal to rescue Jews from Hit-

ler, but have even gone so far as

to use this Governmental machin-

ery to prevent the rescue of these

Jews.

"(2) They have not only failed

to cooperate with private organi-

zations, . . . but have taken steps

designed to prevent (private) pro-

grams from being put into effect.

"(3) They not only have failed

to facilitate the obtaining of in-

formation concerning H i 1 1 e r's

plans . . . but . . . have gone so far

as to surreptitiously attempt lo

stop the obtaining of informa-

tion. . . .

"(4) They have tried to cover

up their guilt. . .

."

The three investigators were

Randolph Paul, the Treasury De-

partment's general counsel; his

subordinate, Joseph E. DuBois,

Jr., chief counsel of the Foreign

Funds Control Division; and John

Pehle, head of Foreign Funds

Control, later appointed by Presi-

dent Roosevelt to direct a rescue

operation for Jews.

A friend told me of an act of

kindness she had done to an old

nun. "Yon earned a 'mitzvah'," I

started to say. How could I trans-

late the Hebrew word "mitzvah"

which is so meaningful only to

those who understand the Yiddish

or Hebrew language? I tried to

explain first by saying it was the

opposite of a sin, that it implied

a blessing. But I knew it was prac-

tically impossible to impart to one

who does not understand the beau-

tiful, significant connotation of

the word "mitzvah".

Should I call it a "blessing"^

No. A blessing, according to Web-

ster, is a benediction, a prayer

from the fullness of the heart for

another's welfare. But that is not

what I wanted to say to my friend.

I wanted to tell her that a "mitz-

vah" is a blessing one earns from

doing a good deed — but it is

more than that. It is the feeling he

is blessed with for doing that

deed. It is a warmth that emanates

from above into one's being and

sends a glow of radiance through

the spirit.

But try to use such words to

one who does not understand and

you will be considered daffy, a

medieval romantic, or be accused

of making a big fuss for saying she

has done something kind.

How about the word "tzedake"?

To translate it as "charity" is al-

most a desecration. The first defi-

nition Mr. Webster gives for

"charity" stems from the Hebrew
connotation of "tzedake": "In a

general sense, love, benevolence,

good-will. . . In a more particular

sense, love, kindness, affection,

tenderness. .
." Then Mr. Webster

goes on to say: "Alms; whatever

is bestowed gratuitously on the

poor for their relief."

Unfortunately, the most popu-

lar use of the word today applies

to the third definition. People

seldom make use of the first or

second, definitions. They leave it

to the clergy. When one hears the

word "charity" he almost invaria-

bly pictures before him two people

— the rich donor and the poor

recipient (notwithstanding the im-

personal agency that might stand

between them).

The Hebrew language has no

word like "charity" meaning
"alms". The word "tzedake" comes

from "tzedak", meaning "righte-

ousness". "Tzedake", then, is an

act of righteousness, and the giv-

ing of alms is doing what is right.

Take the Hebrew words: "G*-

milas chesed" which literally

mean: "An act of kindness". But

the connotation these words have

earned through the years is "free

loan". Why? Because the giving of

a free loan (with no interest

charges) to a person in order for

him to establish himself as an in-

dependent individual, or to help

him meet emergencies, has given

rise to the establishment of the

Hebrew Free Loan Association,

called "G'Milas Chesed", and such

an organiation exists in almost

every Jewish community. Imagine

the difference in one's feelings

when he can ask for such a loan

as an act of kindness instead ol

a free loan.

Since Freud made us increasing-

ly aware of psychology in the past

half century or more, and intensi-

fied about 20 years ago with

Joshua Liebman's book, "Peace of

Mind". The expression, "peace of

mind'" has become a much sought-

after condition. With a change of

one word, we can bring to mind

the expression: "Peace of Home",

which is the literal translation of

the Hebrew "Sholom Biath", an

old phrase, having been formu-

lated many years ago — I am not

sure just when — but implied in

Proverb 17, Verse 1,

"Better is a dry morsal and

quietness therewith,

Than a house full of feast-

ing with strife."

In more recent years the word:

"togetherness" has crept into our

psychological lingo. Togetherness

implies the PHYSICAL - family

being together, doing together.

"Sholom Biath" implies the SPIRI-

TUAL — the peace and happiness

of a family unit on which the

successful perpetuation of our so-

ciety rests.

Take the word "chutspe". It

absolutely defies translation. Some
might say it means "arrogance",

or "audacity". Or a combination

of both. If I may be permitted to

repeat an old joke — chutspe has

been explained as demonstrated by

the man who killed his parents

and begged the judge for clemencv

because he was an orphan.

Now, consider the word "na-

chas". "May you derive happiness

from your children" cannot convey

the meaning one wishes you when
he says: "May you have 'nachas' in

your children". "Nachas" conveys

a spirituality, a way of life, a striv-

ing, to keep tied the bonds be-

tween children and parents, the

bonds that God has blessed us with

which transcends mere progeny!

Concerning the two words:

"chutspe" and "nachas" — may I

say, in dosing, may we all have

little of the first and an abundance

of the second.

The name Rockefeller means

many things. In New York now it

means politics (in Arkansas, too).

Commercially it means oil. Finan-

cially it means philanthropy. Re-

ligiously it means the Baptist

Church. It was Rockefeller money

that bolstered that lovely River-

side Church in Manhattan, a

Baptist stronghold.

Rockefeller money did not mean

the imposition of Baptist theology

on the Univ. of Chicago. Its famed

school of Oriental studies heard

pleas for ecumenism a generation

ago from its Dr. Harper. It's true

that a mild kind of anti-Jewishness

oozed, from the writings of the late

Dr. Breasted, who used to say that

it wasn't Moses at all who first

conceived of monotheism but an

Egyptian king named Ikhnaton.

Under Dr. Hutchins the Uni-

versity became an outpost of ex-

perimentalism. Its education de-

partment has always been avant

earde. The University is also

known as the starting place of Dr.

Mortimer Adler, a fugitive from

Judaism, who proclaims to the

world, that the loftiest wisdom is

to be found in a series of Great

Books. Dr. Adler's list does not

include the Talmud, although

most of the truths he extolls in

the Books are expounded in its

pages.

When we read that Chicago U.

was to be headed by Dr. Edward

Hirsch Levi, it sent a quiver

through us, for Dr. Levi is the son,

the grandson and the great-grand-

son of rabbis. His father, Rabbi

Gerson B. Levi; his grandfather.

Rabbi Emil G. Hirsch; his great-

grandfather, Rabbi Samuel Hirsch

(whose ministry included a long

Philadelphia tenure) all brought

to these shores the fruitage of the

teachings of the prophets.

For a Happy Chanukah
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( A Review of Harold

By Jack
Harold Pinter's The Birthday

Party opened last week at the

Booth Theatre in New York City.

He calls it a Play of Menace, which

T suppose is a piece of advice to

critics on how to assess his play.

Menace it has, but a menace with-

out order or substance in the

dramatic framework, or one aris-

ing out of an understanding of

the characters. Mr. Pinter's theatri-

cal excitement usually develops

from characters who confront one

another with the violence of si-

lence and then suddenly erupt into

a strange, loud and quixotic be-

havior.

The story of The Birthday

Party, if story it is, revolves around

an odd and older couple, Meg and

Petey, who run a sleazy and unoc-

cupied guest house in a seaside

resort. Their only guest is an ar-

rested and troubled adult named
Stanley who has been holed up
there for a year and with whom
Meg has been having a strange

affair. A buxom creature named
Lulu (what else), whose physical

dimensions are apparent but whose

purpose and psychic presence are

not, appears early on to entice

Stanley outdoors with two sand-

wiches, and fails. Anxiety in the

household is advanced by Meg's

fears that one day some men will

come for her with a wheelbarrow

and that her unashamed affection

for Stanley, who was once a pian-

ist, is unrequited. Petey has a job

collecting tolls for the beach

chairs. Tnto this household come

two men, Goldberg and McCann,

both of whom Stanley fears. They
have come for him and he knows

it. But we never do. They are

there to do a job for which Gold-

berg has asked the organization to

supply McCann, the strong man.

Stanley tries to persuade them to

'eave but thev do not even bother

to refuse. When he tries to go

they don't let him. Instead, thev

interrogate him with a rapid series

of senseless but ostensibly hostile

questions and take out of him
whatever steam he might have had

left.

The birthday party, Stanley's,

takes place with the booze sup-

plied by Goldberg. Meg has given

him as a present a drum, in lieu

of a piano. Petey, the master of

the house, for some reason has a

convenient date off stage. But his

absence is countered with the

presence of Lulu. As they drink,

they pair off, Goldberg with Lulu,

Meg with McCann. Stanley is iso-

lated and silent. For moments, it

looks and sounds like an old Vien-

nese opera, with couples talking

on one side and while they do, the

others are whispering some un-

heard conversation. A game of

Blind Man's Bluff ends in Stanley's

destruction of his drum and a

second act curtain, performed in

partial darkness, with Stanley on

a table on which Lulu appears to

be dead.

But Pinter's promise is not ful-

filled. Lulu is not dead. She ap-

pears in the next act, very much
alive, and embittered by Gold-

berg's carnal use of her. She com-

plains in cliche phrases made to

sound less so only because they are

British accented. Goldberg's char-

acter and purpose, studded with

small yiddishims like gefulte fish

and mensch and familial refer-

ences, among others, to an Uncle

Barney, are a hollow apparition,

because Pinter is dealing with ap-

paritions. About McCann we know

even less. He is not even the

strong man suggested earlier.

Goldberg, small and weaker, is

the stronger of the two. Finally,

they take Stanley away to a place

called and sounding like Monty's.

Petey makes one weak effort to

stop them but succumbs to both a

threat and some money.

The Birthday Party is gimmicky

and theatrical. All the players are

good, the direction precise. But

for this reviewer, who saw Mr.

Pinter's The Collection in London

and last season's The Homecom-
ing, this latest (although earlier

written) offering falls far short of

the author's usual mark. It is play-

writing by innuendo and symbol,

and where there is a human or

dramatic lack, you are asked to

supply either the symbol or the

meaning. It was a game played

last season at length with The
Homecoming. But this game takes

unfair advantage of the playgoer

and makes it easy for the play-

writer. We never know what's

really eating Stanley and where

they are taking him. We are sup-

posed to guess on the way home.

sinking into the abyss of assimilation. We have eagerly adopted
all the vices of our environment and are gradually relinquish-

ing all of the virtues of our heritage. We have blindly accepted

the ideals of middle-class respectibility while Jewish family

cohesiveness. the very core of Jewish morality, attenuates with

prosperity.

The American Jewish masses are strangers to the Jewish
heritage. Philip Roth once wrote:

It is difficult for me to distinguish a Jewish style of life

in our country that is significantly separate and distinct from
the American style. . . . Our rejection of Christianity heads us

to proclaim to the world that we are Jews still. . . . However,
what have we to proclaim to one another?

Does the Jewish community observe the Sabbath? Will

we allow our children to attend the synagogue on festivals

when they occur on weekdays? Do we study the sources of our
rich cultural heritage? To those who are alarmed at the rate

of intermarriage—and you should be—TO WHAT CAUSE
ARE YOU DEMANDING YOUR CHILDREN'S LOYAL-
TY? Is it to one of cultural creativity and religious commit-
ment or is it to a banner of negativism where Judaism is a

burden or an inconvenience.

Ben Ilai once said: The Jewish people is compared to the

dust and it is compared to the stars: when it sinks, it sinks to

the very dust : when it rises, it rises to the very stars.

The Israelis have decided on aliyah to the stars and have
made a decision for positive survival. But we cannot live our

lives vicariously through them. We must emulate their spirit

of sacrifice in Bonhoeffer's terms as the "extension of action

and the perfection of freedom". In order to rise from the dust

of assimilation. Judaism requires a sacrificial commitment.
Once having ascended the ladder of faith, we have toppled

into the dust of self-indulgence. We have bequeathed to the

world prayerful dialogue and we have become strangers in the

house of the Lord. Imagine our synagogues defiled (as they

were in Maccabeean times) and the study of Torah interdict-

ed.

during the Hitler period. For JDC
it has a special significance that

our assistance to Jews in Poland

began in the first days of our ex-

istence, dating back more than 50

years."

JDC's assistance to Jews in Po-

land began in 1916, when the

overseas welfare agency provided

assistance to Jewish victims of

World War I. Though JDC was

asked to leave Poland in Decem-

ber 1949 by the Government, it

was invited to return in 1957. In

that year, a Polish-Russian agree-

ment provided for the repatriation

of Polish citizens from the Soviet

Union; among the repatriates were

more than 25,000 Jews, many of

them in need of assistance. JDC's

programs in Poland were later ex-

panded to provide help not only

to the repatriates but to all the

country's Jews, especially aged,

sick, invalids and unemployables.

In 1967 JDC is providing more

than $500,000 to Jews in Poland,

with funds provided chiefly by the

United Jewish Appeal.

CONTROVERSY. NO — CHALLENGE, YES
Dr. Carl Eisdorfer threw the challenge yesterday, November 5th, at the 1st An-

nual Meeting of the North Carolina Jewish Home. "In spite of good management,
good programming, good sponsorship, will you the general public make Homes for

the Aging a Siberia—a place of isolation."

He stated that the apathy of the general public who think that their money
alone is the answer to the many problems of aging, can cause even the best facility

to be an island of loneliness. Dr. Eisdorfer emphasized the importance of giving, not
of funds alone, but of one's self in the many services of Home type facilities. He
stated that this plays a major part in developing a feeling of warmth — but more
important, a communication among the residents and patients with the world in

general. It indicated that the general public who are really interested in the whole
welfare of the resident and are not "throwing them a bone" by donating a few
dollars and then forgetting them, but are performing volunteer type services which
demonstrate that they, the elderly, are not the victims of a pitying public or a charity

because of aging, but they are part of a society that effects everyone; that the general
public care by providing the same services, the same camaraderie that goes on in the
communities away from Home facilities. Is the community going to create Siberias
out of Homes in spite of good physical plants and good managerial programs provided
by the sponsoring bodies?? — Or are they going to provide the necessary warmth of

communication by assisting with personal services and contacts that everyone re-
quires in all walks of life regardless of age or affluence?

VOLUNTEERS
November 2, 1967 saw the birth of the North Carolina Jewish Home Volunteer

Corps when 37 ladies from the triad — Greensboro, High Point and Winston-Salem,
attended a volunteer indoctrination-orientation lecture at the Home. Plans were
formulated, the areas of interest explored and the schedule for the volunteer workers
were established. The interest and the challenge accepted by this lovely group of
ladies definitely indicates, though Dr. Eisdorfer's message was timely, that these
workers had already breached the gap discussed and are well on their way. They are
the community leaders who will never permit the North Carolina Jewish Home to be-
come a "Siberia" — an island lost in the community.

The Triad volunteers promise to be the nucleus of a full blown volunteer
program that will eventually embrace all communities of the state. As programs
develop and the volunteers become thoroughly indoctrinated in their chosen duties,

the call to other communities will then be forthcoming. It has been expressed that
no one — but no one can take away the feeling of accomplishment that permeates the
soul of a volunteer in this — his "labor of love."

THE HIGH HOLY DAYS
October was the month of Holy Days. Rabbi Sarasohn, Chaplain of the North

Carolina Jewish Home, conducted all the services during this period which was well
attended. The residents were able to enjoy several meals in the large, well decorated
Succa, which has been acclaimed the largest and most beautiful Succa in the Caro-
linas. The High Holy Days and Festivals utilized the greater portion of the month,
therefore, the general activities, while not discontinued, were at a minimum.

GENERAL ACTIVITIES
The birthday party honored Mrs. Hollander, age 77; Mr. Markowitz, age 77;

Mr. Pizer, age 76; Mrs. Isaacson, age 73; Mr. Watt, age 71; and Mr. Glanstein, age 84.
The usual birthday cake with punch was followed bv a social hour which was en-
joyed by all. Several residents went to the Parkway Theatre, where they enjoyed the
movie, "Taming of the Shrew." The picture stimulated some marked discussion which
included comment about some members of the cast.

The Clay Diggers from Winston-Salem, developed a project where several resi-
dents are manufacturing artificial miniature fruit. Several baskets of this fruit may
be seen about the Home.

The usual hobby shop, shopping tours, beauty parlor and barber shop activities
were ongoing, together with bingo, card games and other routine activities. All in
all, the month of October was a very tranquil period.

Charlie's Friend
It's good to know that French

President Charles De Gaulle still

has friends.

De Gaulle shocked world opin-

ion a few weeks ago by declaring

at his semi-annual news confer-

ence that the Jews "are an elite

people, sure of itself and dominat-
ing . .

." who were guilty by their

actions 'of ill will that they pro-

voked." Further, he declared, since

its successful Suez campaign in

1956, Israel has become "a warrior

. . . determined to enlarge itself."

So startling were his words that

conscientious reporters scurried to

their French-English dictionaries

to make certain that they heard
what they thought they heard.

The reaction was immediate,

ranging from sympathy for a silly

old man who had begun to drift

from reality, to furious outrage.

Declared French Grand Rabbi Ja-

cob Kaplan: De Gaulle ran the

risk of "giving the highest pos-

sible sanction to a campaign of

discrimination." A front page edi-

torial in Le Monde, France's most
influential newspaper, stated that

there was an "unpleasent smell of

anti-Semitism in his remarks,"

But one man's garlic is another

man's perfume, and support for

the new Joan of Arc came from
German neo-Nazi chief Adolf von
Thadden. Von Thadden, head of

the National Democratic Party

that won an unnerving number
of seats in various recent state

elections, told a news conference
that Israel was endangering world
peace by trying to "impose its

will" on occupied Arab territories.

Von Thadden also claimed that

the NPD has 27,000 members, in-

cluding 1,500 members of the arm-
ed forces. He also boasted that the
party would spend about two and
a half million dollars on the 1969
Bundestag elections and garner ten
per cent of the vote, sending 50
members to Germany's lower
house Thus history was making
an ironic 180 degree turn, with De
Gaulle, leader of the anti-Nazi
Free French movement that help-
ed defeat the Germans, finally

reaching an understanding —
about the Jews, at least — with the
old enemy.

There were many voices in

Israel demanding that it break

diplomatic relations with France

over De Gaulle's remarks, and in

New York's highly Jewish Seventh

Avenue garment district there

were calls for an embargo on
French fashions. But for the time

being calmer voices have stopped

both moves by arguing that France

was not De Gaulle nor De Gaulle

France, and once providence had
removed, one way or another, Le
Grand Charles from the scene,

French-Israeli relations would re-

turn to their old, friendly state.

That, at least was the hope.

Heat On
The Russians

The heat is really on the Soviet

Union. For twenty years the three

million Jews of the USSR have, as

a group, been subjected to a wide
array of oppressive measures. The
consequences of Stalin's policy

were devastating and enduring:

the destruction of all Jewish cul-

tural, artistic and academic insti-

tutions; the liquidation of the Jew-

ish, intelligentsia; the elimination

of Jews from all positions of autho-

rity and. trust; the mounting of a

vast, hysterical propaganda effort

replete with fearsome accusations

that created a pogrom atmosphere
ended only by the death of the

tyrant in 1953.

Under Khrushchev, the terror

was relaxed but the basic policy

remained in force, as evidenced by
the virulent anti-Semitic character

of the 'propaganda assault upon
the Jewish religion: the harass-

ment of Jews in the performance
of religious rites; the deprivation

of elementary religious articles and
institution*! the nationwide cam-
paign against economic offenses

which made a scapegoat of the

Jews, projected the traditional

anti-Semitic stereotype of the Jew
as an economic criminal and which
singled out the Jews for capital

punishment: the systematic pro-

paganda repetition of the ominous
amalgam — Jew-Judaism-Zionism-
Israel; the miasma of fear spread by
the portrayal of the Jews as a

community of pernicious character

and doubtful loyalty.

Official Soviet practice today
perpetuates the Stalin policy of

depriving Soviet Jewry of continu-
ity with its past and of any hope
of a future. Along among the mul-
titude of Soviet nationality and
religious groups, the Jews are

deprived of virtually every insti-

tutional opportunity to perpetuate
their cultural, religious and com-
munal life. This unique discri-

mination brings in its wake a kind
of public humiliation, a loss of

dignity, of resnect and self-respect

— especially since it is practiced in

an atmosphere of palpable hostili-

ty to the Jews.

Now the tension under which

Soviet Jews live has heightened.

Soviet policy in the Middle East,

culminating in the diplomatic

break with Israel, has been accom-
panied by an enormous anti-Semi-

tic propaganda effort at home and
abroad whose virulence has only

rarely been equalled.

This campaign descended to its

moral low with the widespread
publication in the Soviet press of

vicious anti-Israel political car-

toons characterized by ugly, overt

anti-Semitic stereotypes. Similar

motifs dominate recent Soviet

newspaper articles, which revive,

in updated and refurbished form,

the classic anti-Semitic doctrine of

an. international Jewish conspiracy

to control the world.

The reaction of world opinion

to Russia's oppresive policy reach-

ed its height during the last month
of 1967. Three hundred and fifty-

seven members of the House of

Representatives signed a statement

"condemning the suppression of

Jewish spiritual and cultural life

in the U.S.S.R. The signers from
North Carolina were James T.
Brovhill, L. H. Fountain, Nick
Galifianakis, Horace R. Kornegay
and Roy A. Taylor; from South
Carolina, Thomas S. Gettvs; from
Virginia, Joel T. Brovhill and
Richard. H. Poff.

In an ad appearing in the New
York Review of Books a group of

198 prominent artists and intellec-

tuals — including five Nobel Prize

winners and. 13 specialists in Soviet
affair:, — condemned the "forcible

cultural extinction" of Russia's*

Jews.

But the climax was reached on
December 26, the first night of

Hannukah, when more than 30,-

000 protesters marched in 16 cities

through the country, including
New York, Baltimore, San Francis-

co, Philadelphia, Atlanta and Nor-
folk, Virginia.

stand un to him.

But exactly what was bothering

the Russian Government that it

found no other solution than to

regress towards the Stalin days

when Jews lived in fear from day
to day? According to one expert

Soviet watcher, it was the old trick

of trying to divert the nation's at-

tention from a growing number of

diplomatic and economic failures.

Dr. Judd L. Teller, writing in

The National Jewish Monthly, a

B'nai B'rith publication, argues

that the "tensions at home and dif-

ficulties abroad" which made Jews
scapegoats during the days of Sta-

lin's anti- Jewish purges prevail to-

day in the Soviet Union, "perhaps

even in harsher degree than in

1948-53."

According to Dr. Teller, these

conditions include the Soviet-Red

China schism, impairment of

American - Soviet rapprochement
over Vietnam and the Middle East

situation — the last with disturbing

domestic repercussions.

The decision of the Kremlin "to

pour good money after bad" by
re-supplying Arab arms lost in the

Six-Day War has spurred resent-

ment among many Russians who
feel "that their leaders have ac-

corded a higher priority to foreign

aid than to domestic consumers'

needs."

But while Soviet-Israeli ten-

sions may accelerate it, Russian
anti-Semitism is "more than a

stratagem," Dr. Teller says. "It is

a conviction and a passion."

So intense is this inbred feeling,

the Kremlin, attempting to main-
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tain a posture of ideological op-

position to all ethnic and racial

discrimination, "has been compell-

ed to resort to disguised and Aes-
opean language in pursuing its

anti-Semitic ends."

This is evident, Dr. Teller de-

clares, in Soviet propaganda that

equates Israelis with Hitler's Nazis
— "an attempt to capitalize on
Russian hatred of Germany over
Hitler's occupation of Soviet ter-

ritory during World War II."

"In this distorted mirror, the

Jewish rival at the office or the

Jewish neighbor whom one dis-

likes . . . becomes a transcendental
malignant force" to many Rus-
sians. Dr. Teller says.

It is his view that the current

Soviet campaign has not thus far

evoked pogroms against Jews be-

cause (1) the Russians have not
fully accepted the Nazi - Israeli

equation; (2) Soviet authorities

cannot permit the 'uncontrollable

dynamics" that can result from
mob action and (3) there is divi-

sion on the issue within the Soviet

hierarchy itself.

Alligned against the Red Army,
secret police, party functionaries

and other conservatice elements

are the "technocrats" — adminis-

trators, technologists scientists,

artists and writers, whose outlook

is much more liberal.

Vanishing Jews?
A steadily climbing rate of inter-

marriage in the United States is

having its most serious impact on
Roman Catholics and Jews, whose
marriages to those outside their

faiths carry a high disk of divorce

and present a source of conflict in

the rearing of children, according

to a new study of intermarriage.

There are indications, the study

finds, that the rate of divorce

among intermarried couples is

more influenced by the lack of

religious identification of the non-

Catholic partner than by a clash of

religious values and beliefs.

The findings are disclosed in a

published report ("Marriage Coun-

seling: Psychology-Ideology," pub-

lished by Charles Thomas, Spring-

field Idd.) by Dr. Victor Sanua, as-

sociate professor of psychology at

Yeshiva Universitv's Wurzweiler

School of Social Work. It encom-

passes 41 studies on intermarriage

made during the last 35 years.

Continued Rise Seen

Dr. Sanua said that "with few

exceptions, all studies indicate that

the rate of intermarriage is on the

rise and is expected to continue

upward."

"In some parts of the country, as

many as 50 per cent of Catholics

and Protestants marry outside

their faith," the study reports.
' The figure for Jews in the United

States is about 17 per cent." Dr.

Sanua said that "while data show
that intermarriage may affect the

three religious groups differently,

the more serious repercussions oc-

cur among Catholics and Jews."
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Information gathered in the re-

port also points out that Jews who
marn outside their faith see their

relatives less regularly and also

carry an additional burden —
along with Catholics — of having
to cope with greater pressure from
church and family than do Pro-

testants.

Moreover, Dr. Sanua said, strong
religious; ties among either or both
parents of an intermarried couple
present a source of conflict in the
raising of children in general and
in their religious training in par-

ticular.

In the capital of a European

"People's Democracy," reports,

tongue-in-check, Le Novel Obser-
vateur of Paris, the Central Com-
mittee of the Communist Party
announced that flour would be
distributed free the next day at a
local department store. Starting at

not enough flour for you.'
At ten o'clock, the store still

failed to open, and the official re-
turned, asking, "Are there any
among you who are not members
of the Party?" Three-fourths of
those remaining left the line. "You
will get a free distribution later,"
the Party leader said regretfully,
"but there is not now enough flour
for you."

At noon, the official returned
and asked all those still present to

show their Party cards. Then he
said: "Comrades, we have no flour

to distribute, but you must under-
stand that our announcement had
a good psychological effect and has

heightened our reputation abroad
I am sure you will not mind having
spent a few hours rendering an
immense service to your Party and
your country."

Everyone left in silence except

one young man, who was heard to

exclaim: "It's always the Jews who
get preference. They were able to

leave first!"

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Confessions ... of a

Rabbinical Student

IRVING GOTTESMAN

1

My rabbinical training began when I was four. My father, a rabbi

in Jersey City, New jersey, stood me on a chair at Ein Kelokeinu service,

where I used to lead, for better or worse, the whole congregation.

Actually, my career had much older, deeper roots. Both my grand-
fathers were Hassidic rabbis, and their lathers and grandfathers before

them. We used to visit my mother's father, the Stretiner Rebbe, down
on the Lower East Side. He had hundreds of Hassidim who swallowed
his every word, and grabbed for his sheryim, leftovers from the cake and
kugels that he would eat during the shaloh shidus meal in the synagogue.

He was a tall, handsome man, my grandfather, standing over six

foot, a long white beard flowing down his black kaftan like waves of

snow, crowned by the Hassidic shtreimel. And when he sang in the d'm
light of the Sabbath dose, a few flickering candles sent giant, dreamlike
shadows over the huge room. His tender voice echoed from the empty
ladies balcony above, and the Hassidim would sit spellbound, and then
slowly lake up the tune, sighing and singing. Upstairs, in a dark corner

of the gallery, my old grandmother, wrinkled by age, dressed all in

white, watched the proceedings and wept to herself.

When my grandfather used to go upstairs to the kitchen later, he
would sit me on his lap, spit on his finger and tickle my palm. The
old, white hair of his beard mingled with my young black hair. The
huge orbs of his coal-black eyes, magnified by his old fashioned glasses,

stared down on me like two witnesses.

2
I finished grade school and high school, both yeshivos. One Avas

modern, with clean halls, high tuition (which my father never paid),

and boys and girls sharing the same classes. The other, in New York,

was old fashioned, for boys only, and had low tuition (which my father

didn't pay either). The rabbis walked around with beards and peios,

and grumbled at everyone.

1 was a checkerboard student. One year 1 would make up my mind
to be a scholar, and swallowed every word my rabbis would teach. 1

would be one of the best in the class and would have the privilege of

buying the rabbi's lunch in the delicatessen, a signal honor. 1 wrote

copious notes, in Hebrew, English and occasionally Spanish. Other
years I just doodled.

I graduated high school. 1 spent that summer doing nothing much
except writing. . . But the time of decision grew near. My dreams of

being a writer someday were strong. But out of the depths of my
stomach there grew a deep, gutty yearning. I struggled with myself to

understand it, until I realized that it was the call of my past, the count-

less generations before me who had been rabbis, leaders, saints, an

unbroken line of piety. It would not let me be. . .

I remember the night of decision. I stood in the big, empty room
on the third floor of my house. Outside, the heat clouds floated over-

head like overturned mountains, rumbling and rolling. There was no
rain, iust an omnipresent wetness. And in the grey heavens, cracks of

lightning began to light the skies; no blinding flash, but long, white

rods. The skies danced and rolled and flickered, the whole majesty of

earth and heaven weaved. anH swavprl ^pforp rne. It was an awesrnue

IRVING GOTTESMAN is the new editor of The American Jewish

Times-Outlook and former associate editor of Hadassah Magazine.
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sight. The earth and heaven seemed to speak the language of giants,

seemed to be telling something. I lelt the window stunned. And when
I lay down that night to sleep, the image of the window played itself

before me. I made the decision — 1 would be a rabbi.

3
X entered a yeshivah on the Lower East Side. For the first two years

I continued in regular classes, more or less like the classes I had had
in high school. One of the rabbis had a tremendous effect on me. He
was a nice man, but not too much of a scholar. We students used to sit

there, and he would begin explaining a portion of the Talmud.
The Talmud, which was put into writing about 1700 years ago, is

in Aramaic. There are no periods, no capitals, no paragraphs. It is se(

in the middle of a page that measures about 20 by 12 inches. Alongside

are Hebrew commentaries set in small, intricate type.

He would begin explaining the text. He would plow through three

lines and then suddenly realize that something was wrong. According

to the way he explained it, it didn't make sense. So we would start all

over again. Again trouble. Someone would ask him a question. He
would look in the commentaries for an answer. No answer. In the

back of the room, bored students would begin buzzing to each other.

The rabbi was perplexed. He would abandon us to our own devices

and immerse himself in the text, trying to make sense out of it. Now
for almost all of the students this was catastrophic. They were never

too eager anyway, and this gave them the opportunity to wander after

their various interests from sports to college exams. But for me, this

was a challenge. If the rabbi didn't know, what could I lose by trying

on my own?
So we two, the rabbi and 1, would struf?i>le along together to figure

the passage out. . . . Slowly, painfully, word by word, phrase by phrase,

we would begin to find direction. Each day it went this way, slow but

steady progress. At the end of the year, my own knowledge had gained

ten-fold, and at 20 1 was ready to enter the "rabbinical seminary" on
the ground floor.

4
The seminarv was a large svnagogue study hall about 80 feet wide

and 40 feet long, from the entrance in the back to the Torah Ark and
seat of the dean up front. Wooden benches were set, row after row, with
the Talmuds resting on the raised leaves attached to their back. The
seminary was divided into two groups.

We students were one group. The other was the kollel. These were
rabbis who were already ordained, but who continued their studies.

Most of them were married. My uncle, who was in his middle forties

and had two children, was among them. He, like everyone else, received

a stipend of $40 a week, and his wife, my father's sister, worked to aug-

ment their income. Often, he didn't know where next month's mone;
was coming from.

He would rush in in the morning, tugging at a wet cigarette, half-
shaven, his tie awry, his shirt soiled at the collar. He would throw his
old coat on one of the benches in the back, and get down to his studies.
His cares vanished. He sat in the front left with his chevrusah, that is

the "partner" whom he'd discuss the Talmud with, and together they'd
send sparks through the room with their arguments.

My uncle is a high-strung man. His chevrusah, a young boy of twen-
ty who was the most brilliant student in the yeshivah, had a voice like
a parrot. Hour after hour the) would scream at each other. My uncle
would give one interpretation, his chevrusah would scream back that
he was wrong.

Occasionally things would really heat up. The other students would
laugh in their sleeves as the two would rise and scream at the top of

their lungs. One wondered whether the) would come to blows. Finally ,

my uncle's chevrusah would run off to get some book of commentary
to support him. Off he would rush, with my uncle, eager for a fight,

hot at his heels. It was a real race to the bookshelves, each one hurling
imprecations, quotations, general abuse over their shoulders. No one
else dared mix in.

5
I quickly found my place in the seminary, my makom kevuah, where

I would sit permanently. I would get to the yeshivah about ten o'clock

and begin my morning studies. Three days a week, our saintly dean
would give a two-hour lecture from 11:30 to 1:30. I would break for

lunch and then continue studying to six or 6:30, depending on my night
college schedule at the City College of New York. We had minchah
afternoon service at 1:30 and maariv evening service at 6:30.

I had some problems. I am slow at picking up things, and thus
found it difficult finding the proper chevrusah to study with. For the
first year I studied with a boy younger than myself. In effect, I was
teaching him, and in teaching him understood the material myself. I

was sincere but disorganized. One year I decided to study the passages
with every commentary I could lay my hands on. I would write reams
of notes.

What struck me immediately was how chaotic the whole system of

studying was. From what I saw, everyone was on their own.

We had a kindly man as our rector, who was supposed to watch over

our progress. He would walk around the Beis Hamedrish, the House

of Learning, as our study hall was called, and chat here and there with

the students to see how they were doing. Occasionally he would mildly

reprimand someone for being late. Once a week, for a half hour before

the minchah services, he would give us mussar, moral exhortations. As

a matter of respect, all 40 of us would sit in for them.

But the dear old man apparently had very little to say. He would

begin by quoting a number of Midrashic sources, and then slowly, very

painfully, come to the point Something about not coming in late. Or
returning books to the shelves. Or understanding the true nature of a

certain mitzvah.

Faith was important, but he would draw examples from people who
had died a century before. Sex didn't exist. Never was there a mention

of our future rabbinical responsibilities, never a challenge, a working

system by which we could grow into our studies.

And so the students were on their own. On one side of me was a

pair who studied half a day, both of them teaching in a Talmud Torah
in the afternoon. They seemed to come and go at will. A few benches

away sat a fellow who worked for the New York welfare department.

He had a nine to five job, but somehow he managed to be in yeshivah

every afternoon.

And here and there were the drifters, fellows who seemed incapable

of honest labor, who sat around with open gemaras, discussing business

or world affairs. The yeshivah seemed like a beach, an indoor beach.

Those who wanted to swim in the world of Jewish learning swam.

Those who would bask and meander and waste time, wasted time.

ury before. Sex didnt exist ..

Fortunately, 1 was motivated. Had I wanted to, however, 1 could have
done little, and no one would have stopped me. Thus we moved towards
our goal of becoming rabbis of the Jewish people.

6
My life evolved and drew direction from three individuals. One

was the chevrusah I picked up in my second year in Yeshivah. He was
a strange young man. In high school he had been a real tough guy. Bui
when he came to this yeshiva, he fell under the influence of a rabbi

who brought him into the fold of the very devout. When he entered

the Beis Medrash a few years later, he would tape the dean's difficult

lectures and play them over, working over each passage until he could

understand them.

As time moved he grew. When he prayed, he pronounced each wToid

as though incantating a magic spell. Shmoneh Esreih, a prayer thai

usually takes four minutes, would take him 15 minutes. I once over-

heard him at shmoneh esreih, which is said silently. Each word came
out after a struggle. Each prayer was enunciated from the heart, the

letters molded in fire off his lips. When I heard it I was awestruck. I

moved closer to watch the features of his face, his brows and nose and
lips, as they squirmed, struggled, coiled and uncoiled to the commands
of his passion.

We often got off the same subway traiir and I would follow him.

When he took the escalator to the street he studied from an open Bible.

When he ate, he studied the Prophets and Mussar books. When one

of the many beggars who walked up and down the aisles approached,

he would silently take out a dime or quarter. During the fast days he

would give dollar bills.

I watched him one fast day, right after the minchah service. We
had just read from the portion of the Torah exhorting us to atonement.

Since we were weak from eating, most of the students would leave in

the afternoon and wait out the fast in bed. I watched him as he sat

down to a book of Mussar. I approached him. His face was drenched

in tears. He became my personal rabbi, my guide, my light.

Years later — when I had strayed from the path I had once followed,

when the black suit and hat of the student gave way to blue shirts and
snorts iackets; when my pious, reverent language melted in the heat of

the modern world — we met again, just before I came to Creensboro.

MORRIS SOSNIK--1892-1967
HIS LIFE AN APPRECIATION

Morris Sosnik, 75, who fled Rus-

sia in 1913 to escape service in

Czar Nicholas' army and spent

nearly 40 years here as a merchant
before he retired, died December
20 at Baptist Hospital.

He had been in ill health for

eight months and in a critical con-

dition for several weeks.

Sosnik, of 1611 Hyde Avenue,
had been active in community
affairs and was a leader in the Jew-
ish community. He had been pre-

sident at various times of Temple
Emanuel and the local chapter of

B'nai B'rith.

A small man, but impeccably
dressed throughout his life, Sos-

nik made his voice heard in many
affairs. He was soft-spoken, but
was a man who could get things

done.

He was born in Pinsk, Russia, to

Benjamin and Adele Sosnik.

In 1913, when he was 21 years

old, attempts were made to place

him in the army. He fled Pinsk
and, with the aid of friends, he
got out of Russia on a small boat.

Relatives including a brother-

in-law, the late Samuel Sosnik.

sent money to Sosnik to enable

him to get to New York. His

brother-in-law met him in New
York and they remained there

for several weeks.

Sosnik and his brother-in-law

came to Winston-Salem in January
1914. They went into business in

a small location at Liberty and
Main Streets in March 1914.

The two established the firm of

Sosnik and Sosnik at 420 N. Lib-

erty Street in 1920. This was a

ladies' ready-to-wear establishment

that sold men's clothing on the

second floor.

Ten years later, the firm moved
to 500 W. Fourth Street and es-

tablished itself as one of the bet-

ter women's wear stores in this

area. Within a short time, the firm

name was changed to Sosnik's.

The store was merged with

Thalhimers of Richmond, Va., in

1949 and was expanded. The name
was changed to Sosnik-Thalhimers.

Sosnik remained with the store in

a management capacity and direc-

tor until 1953 when Thalhimers
repurchased the stock given to the

Sosnik family at the time of the

merger.

Sosnik decided to retire July 1,

1953. He was 60 at that time.

Sosnik received his education in

private schools in Pinsk before

coming to this country.

He was a Mason and Shriner

and a life member of / the Char-

lotte Shrine Club. He held life

membership in the Brandeis Uni-

versitv Club of New York. He was
a member of the Chamber of Com-

'Morris Sosnik was not a man
to give himself lightly to every

cause that came along, but the

North Carolina Jewish Home
for the Aged especially appeal-

ed to him. He was the first

man in Winston-Salem to con-

tribute to the Home and be-

come a Grand Builder. As a

matter of fact, he was in Rome
at the time and cabled his and
his wife's pledges. Later, when
we started after the larger gifts

to the Endowment Fund, he

was among the first to con-

tribute $f;o,ooo for himself

and Mrs. Sosnik.

He had the Home in his

heart, and served on the Board
of Governors and as Treasurer

merce and Retail Merchants As-

sociation. He was a member of the

Distributive Education Commit-
tee and a trustee of Old Salem,

Inc., and the North Carolina Jew-

ish Home for the Aged at Clem-

mons.

He married Miss Lillian Shapi-

ro of Winston-Salem in 1923. She

survives with their only child, Miss

from the very beginning. He
kept his horse at the Home
and went riding on the prop-

erty. He loved the place, and
at one time considered build-

ins: a cottage out there for him-
self.

Morris Sosnik recognized

early the potential of the

Home and threw himself into

it heart and soul. He gave it a

lot of his time and interest in

the planning stages, even be-

fore the new wing was con-

structed. And his interest

never lagged though his phvsi-

cal strength gave out and he
was not able to participate ac-

tively in recent months.

A RESIDENT REPORTS
On December 1st, I was here two years. I know nothing of what hap-

pened here the first year because I was sick, how sick only the staff here
knows, and I would like you people to know that if it hadn't been for the
care and attention I got here, I would have been gone a long time aeo. I

couldn't have gotten what I got here if I had been in the best hospital in

the country, so now you know what I personally think of this home and its

staff, including Mr. Levy, and now let me tell you about the Home.
We have a residents club organized a few months ago. Our member-

ship is small but we are hoping to increase it. We pay small dues and when
our treasury is built up, we will do things. So far, we donated to the Moas
Chittum (Matzo) Fund last Passover, and to the fund for Israel and a few
charities her in town.

We have an occupational therapy room here, where twice a week the
residents gather. Mrs. Reid, under the direction of Mrs. Grace, our social-

recreation director, is their guide, and all who can, make some beautiful
things. Unfortunately, I cannot participate in this activity.

And we have outside entertainment which everyone enjoys too. The
theatres in Winston-Salem invite us to see pictures there. We were invited
to the Circus in Greensboro. We are invited to luncheons by the different
Jewish organizations, and now the Greensboro Men's 0"b is sending us
complete feature movies to be shown here at the Home. We, or rather the
residents' committee has picked them.

We have our own synagogue and Resident Rabbi.
Last but not least, let me not forget our kitchen force. They serve us

wonderful meals, and I am one that asks for second helpings and I get
them.

Now I can't close this without saying something about the residents.
You know we have our good days and we have our bad days, but all in all,

we have a bunch of wonderful people here. Now if you had lived with them
as long as I have, you would learn to like them and love thprn. ]iVe I do.

Among the greatest military heroes

of ancient history, immortalized in a
leading military academy, is the figure
of Judah, the Maccabee, the hero of
Chanukah. It is generally expected,
that such great Israeli heroes of the six-
da.> war as Moshe Dayan and General
Rabin will also be included in military
histories of the modern age. Be that as

it may, the festival of Chanukah is

widely celebrated among our people —
at least in the State of Israel — as one
of the greatest military events, if not
the greatest, in our history.

needed, in the view of religionists, is

greater emphasis upon the religious
aspects of the celebration.

He sat me down in a kosher restaurant on East Broadway and beseeched
me and begged me to return to the old days, to come back to the well-

worn path.

He had changed considerably. He had grown a dark, black beard,

short and scraggly. But the flashing, powerful eyes still burned through.

We were trapped together in iron bonds stronger than friendship, our
souls moulding into each other from the years we spent studying to-

gether. He spoke to me as though he spoke to himself, as though part

of himself had staved. Mv arguments, my hesitations, my attempts to

avert eye contact all failed. In me was part of him, and in him was
part of me. Yet we were now two different people, two different worlds,

two different languages.

The second important person wat the dean of the yeshiva, a world

renowned scholar. He was a short man, just above five feet, with a

round, golden face and a white beard. He said little. His eyes were

small and sharp, crowned by two huge eyebrows. What struck me
about him was his tremendous accessibility. He sat in front of the

Beis Medrash, and was constantly barraged with questions. A million-

aire would travel down from Fifth Avenue to seek advice on some per-

sona] problem. A beggar would come over asking for a nickel. A student

who could hardly make out the words of the Talmud would besiege

him with questions anyone could answer. Each Saturday night in the

winter he would travel to the nether parts of New York to attend some
dinner organized to raise money for the yeshivah. Yet, he accepted all

with smiling grace, as though it were natural. If Jews had a hierarchy

like Catholics, he would be a Cardinal.

I remember once attending a wedding with him, and after he left

the hall, there was the problem of getting a cab to go home. He insisted

that we could just as easily hop a bus. And he would have except that

we students stopped him almost bodily.

I remember the first time I ever met him. 1 was a shy young man,
uncertain of myself. My friend L., who is the third person I want to

mention, was supposed to pick him up at his apartment one afternoon,

and I came along. L. told me to wait in the front seat of the car, and
when the two would come down, he would ask the dean to sit in the

back. When they came down, I was very frightened. L. meanwhile,
forgot to tell the clean anything, and there he was standing outside.

The rabbi didn't know what to do, I didn't know what to do. My face

fell and weakly I yelled, "L."! The dean, realizing my fright, hopped
into the car alongside me. "Nu," he announced in a laugh, "we'll all

go together."

We squeezed in, and headed for our destination. Suddeny, as we
were traveling, there was a tinkle, and the dean found a windshield-

wiper in his lap. The window wasn't broken, but somehow, there was
the windshield wiper inside. The rabbi was puzzled, looked over the

window, thought to himself, almost scratched his head. "Where did

that come from?" he asked. I never found out to this day.

Now, about L. I loved him. There was absolutely nothing he could

ever do right. He spoke beautifully, but was almost always wrong. First

he wanted to be a rabbi, but for some reason he refused to take a rab-

binical position. He wanted to be a lawyer, but couldn't pass the en-

trance examination to law school. When he studied the Talmud, he

soon lost track of the discussion.

Once L. decided to have a nervous breakdown. He couldn't do that

properly either. He stayed in his house, apparently waiting to crack up.

We, his friends, came to cheer him up. We said, "L., you know darn

well there's nothing the matter with you." But he insisted no, that he

couldn't go out of the house, that he has suffered a tremendous trauma

because some girl had refused his offer of marriage.

"Really?" we asked, "how long were you going with her?" "I don't

remember exactly, it happened six years ago." "And when did she refuse

you?" "About five years ago." "And first now you decide to crack up
about it?" But that was the way L. carried out his romantic dramas.

The reason L. stands out is because I was so comfortable with him.

like an old shoe. He had no ambition, was satisfied lolling round the

corridors of the yeshivah, perhaps studying a few minutes. He felt no

pressure, no sense of competition. He had no money, we had no money,

no student in the yeshivah had any money. It was a world alone, a world

apart, a world built on dreams and visions, sincere and impotent, bent

on a mission, riding a cloud. . .

The time came for me to begin learning Yoreh Deah, the laws of

Kashruth, after which I could get my degree. According to theory, the

rabbinical student is already supposed to have learned all the practical

laws of Sabbath and prayer ceremony, laws of charity and purity, laws
pertaining to commerce, Jewish philosophy according to the sages, and
have polished his own morals so that he can become a leader.

1 had done very little of these. To become a true scholar takes a

decade of intense, lb' to 18 hour a day studying and meditation. I had
studied three years, and the more 1 studied, the more 1 realized how
little I really knew of what I had studied, and the infinite amount I

had never even seen. A rabbi is supposed to be like a fruitful tree, and
here I was, little more than a germinating seed.

But when Iasked the rector permission to stud\ Yoreh Deah, he
looked at me and referred me to the dean. The dean looked at me be-

nignly, shrugged his shoulders and said okay. And so there I was, off

on my rabbinical studies. My chevrusah was a fellow whose father had
a great deal of money and had come into the school that year expressh
to learn Yoreh Deah. He could not muddle through a simple passage
in the Talmud without help — but he, my student colleague, was also

on his way to ordination.

I studied with him for one year, I talking, he listening, both of us
understanding little. We discussed the kosher and non-kosher parts of

an animal, a problem of a needle accidently swallowed by a cow. I had
never seen a cow or steer closeup in my life, and 1 wouldn't recognize
its disemboweled stomach if you showed it to me. But there we were,
discussing the fine points of the law as though we knew what was going
on.

I passed my examination in June. 1964. at the age of 23.

1 was supposed to go for my certificate of ordination at the dean's

house. He sat in his study and asked me why I had come. I reminded
him. "Oh," he said. He went to his desk, took out a sheet of paper, and
huddled over, began writing: ".

. . this young man has learned in our

yeshivah a number of tractate and knows well the rabbinical laws and
is granted permission to be called a Rabbi among Jews. .

." It was simple,

fast, direct. He folded it up, put it in an envelope, and blessed me.
I walked out of his study on a cloud. I had followed the line of m)

father and forefathers. . . Yet deep in my heart I realized that there was
something not right in the whole business. I had worked hard for my
ordination . . . but deep down. 1 knew I was not worthy of it. . .

Said . .

.

From Ethics of the Fathers

Yos'e ben Yo'ezer of Tzeredah says: Let your house-

be a meeting place for sages, cover yourself with the dust

of their feet and drink in their words thirstingly.

Yehoshua ben Perachyah says: Provide yourself with

a teacher, get yourself a companion and judge all men
favorably.

Nittai the Arbelite says: Keep away from an evil

neighbor and do not associate with a lawless man.

Hillel and Shammai received (the tradition) from

them. Hillel says: Be of the disciples of Aaron, loving

peace and pursing peace, loving (your fellow) creatures

and bringing them nearer to the Torah. He used to say-

He who seeks a name loses his name; he who does not

study is deserving of death he who makes (improper)

use of the crown (of the Torah) will pass away.

He used to say: If I am nothing to myself, who will

be for me? And if I am for myself only, what am 1? And
if not now, when?

Shammai says: Make your study of the Torah a

regular activity, promise little but do much, and receive

all men with a kindly countenance.

Shimon his son says: All my life I have grown up
amongst sages and have found nothing better for the

physical welfare of man than silence; study is not the

most important thing but practice, and too much talk

brings sin.

Rabban Shimon ben Gamliel said: By virtue of three

things does the world endure: truth, justice, and peace,

as it is said: You shall administer truth and the justice

of peace in your gates.

Let me tell you some'

thing, one Jewish soul is

worth all the stones in

Jerusalem

Of course I'm concerned that

white hates black and black hates

white, that Christian dislikes Jew and
Jew distrusts Christian, that Irish and
Italian eye each other suspiciously,

and Greek and Turk are at each

others throat, that capitalist and com-
munist arm themselves to the teeth

against each other. But what bothers

me most right now is that Jew does
not love Jew.

I am not speaking about the time

last year I was riding through a sur-

burban Jewish ghetto with a friend

and he remarked that too many Jews
lived there and he and his family

had moved. I am ashamed to write

about that publicly. I leave such dis-

cussions for little private get togeth-

ers, especially after we've taken a few

drinks.

I am talking abou the love of

one Jew for another on a personal,

man to man basis. The lack of realiza-

tion on the part of one Jew that the

other man he is doing business with,

or has a personal relationship with is

also a Jew, and that their mutual
Jewishness should be an important
aspect of that relationship.

If I should mention the fact that

I know of a synagogue in the area in

which this magazine circulates that is

about to dismiss a young rabbi who
has a wife and small children because

the membership — for one reason or

another — does not care for him, I

would probably get bloody murder
from ten local congregations for not

minding my own business. They
would be right, except I am not re-

ferring to any one in particular, I am
talking about a situation that is com-
mon South, North, East and West.

When I was six months old, my
father was fired from his post as rabbi

in a congregation. My oldest brother

was nine, my middle brother five. My
father had no money. Did that con-

gregation realize that it was taking

the livelihood away from a Jew and
from a Jewish family? Did the con-

gregation realize that God does not
love Jewish synagogues and fancy

Torah arks and ritual committees as

much as does knowing that every

Jew knows where his next meal is

coming from, and that he have a roof

over his head, and a bed to lie in, and
peace of mind?

In June of last year there was

exultation in Jerusalem and Greens-

boro and Charlotte and Charleston

and Richmond when NBC and CBS
showed a rabbi blowing a shofar be-

fore the liberated Western Wall.

Tears flowed, prayers and hallelujahs

echoed. Let me tell you something.

One Jewish soul is worth all the stones

of Jerusalem. One Jew who makes
certain that another Jew is that much
better off has come closer to God than

those who press themselves against the

wall of ten of Solomon's temples. The
only shrine in Judaism is a Jew.

We call ourselves the children of

Abraham, Isaac and Jacob, but there

are Negro Jews, and Jews with blonde

hair and blue eyes, Jews that cannot

be distinguished from Arabs, Jews

with the slanted eyes of Chinamen. All

Jews. There are Jews who read Proust

and Freud, Jews who swim in mysti-

cism and grow long earlocks, Jews

who are go-go dancers, Jews who eat

the strictest kosher meat and Jews

who eat bacon. They are all Jews.

What binds them? Their mission.

The gut knowledge that they are dif-

ferent, chosen for the task of spread-

ing light — light of truth, light of

justice, light of charity, light of love,

the light of the image of God in man.
Your Hassidim are Jews and your
hippies are Jews. They are as distant

as two candles on one menorah. They
both seek light.

There was once a time when
Jews said: "Be a Jew at home, just

like everyone else in the streets." It

is like telling a Negro that he should

be black at home and white outside.

Whether we like it or not, we Jews
carry our identity everywhere we go
like a signpost. Whether its your
name or your nose or the way you
think or what you do for a living or

the fact that you don't work a certain

three days a year — you are not fool-

ing anyone. You are a Jew. If you for-

get it, others remember.

If there is any place we can for-

get we're Jewish, it's at home. But in

the streets, in the market, in the com-
munity, never. The world envies us

our Jewishness. Like children of mil-

lionaires, when we spend our time

wasting our inheritance, people hate

us for being both better and worse.

We say we are chosen, chosen for

a purpose. It is our burden to act the

part out. Every action a Jew does must

be measured: is it in keeping with the

role I have chosen to play? It is not

enough to act like everyone else; if

we feel we are special, our deeds

should reflect it, with extra honesty,

extra justice, extra charity. Good
words come easy; pious, loving

thoughts come easier. But one act of

mercy and understanding are worth

ten thousand intentions.

I am not talking about suddenly

becoming holy. I'm talking about the

facts of life. We Jews have a name.

And we have a role. If we do not

choose it, others choose it for us. We
are different. That is why we are

Jews. The world allows only one ex-

cuse for being different — and that is

greatness.

"WOULD YOU RATHER 1 MARRY A GENTILE OR BE
MADE PREGNANT BY A JEWISH BOY?" I ASKED MY
MOTHER. It was an unfair, hypothetical question but it summed
up all the emotional turmoil I was going through. I finally pestered

an answer out of her: "I would rather have you made pregnant b)

a Jewish boy, Susan, but I know you wotddn't do either of those two

terrible things to me."

Oh, wouldn't I! I had lost all my faith in religion and even my
faith in God; I hadn't dated a Jewish boy in two years; and the onlv

thing that kept me from admitting all this to her was my love for

her and my father. I knew how deeply hurt they would be if they

found out the extent of my feelings. But, yet, this is how I felt; this

is how I believed; how long could I keep it from them? Until the

day I fall in love with a Gentile and marry him? No, that would
not be fair to them. They should be told now; they should have
been told long before; they should have seen this for themselves long
ago.

FOR AS LONG AS 1 CAN REMEMBER, RELIGION AND
TRADITION HAD ALWAYS BEEN PART OF OUR HOME,
WHICH WAS IN CHICAGO. On the Sabbath we lit the candles and
said kiddush. We had a big meal Friday night with all the things

I loved — gefilte fish and chicken soup and chaleh. My father was
not allowed to smoke and I was not allowed to play with my crayons.

We kept kosher and had two sets of plates and cutlery and pots; one

for milchik and one for fleishik. We remembered all the holidays.

On Chanukah, we lit the candles every night and sang Maoz vur.

When I was six and starting public school, m\ parents wanted me
to start clieder. I was then an only child and they wanted me to be
well educated. My grandmother took me to the principal to enroll

me because my mother was working. He insisted I was too young to

start and should wait a couple of years. My grandmother is not a

person to be dismissed lightly so she went directly to the rabbi. I

remember him to this day — wonderful, understanding, young and
tall. He questioned me, said 1 was bright, and allowed me to start

cheder. Cheder was held for two afternoons a week and on Sunday
mornings. I was the youngest in the class and the only girl. Through-
out all my religious training this was always the case. I never made
friends with the boys because they had their own groups and always
poked fun at me. Girls were usually sent to "Sunday school," but
cheder was more detailed, and my parents wanted me to be educated.
And so I learned all about the Jewish religion in a group that scorned
me.

AT THE AGE OF TEN MY LIFE SUDDENLY CHANGED.

We had moved into a typical middle-class neighborhood which was

99 per cent Jewish. I was still going to cheder and I was in the ad-

vanced class. I was still the only girl, and the youngest. I felt this

situation much more now.
Our teacher was very religious and taught us all the traditions and

the reasons behind them. We went to his home on Saturday after-

noons. We would study a little and sing a great deal. He told us

stories of the great rabbis to keep our interest. After each class we
held our own evening service. All the boys got a chance to be chazan
— but once again I felt left out. I couldn't daven as fast as the others

and skipped parts of the prayers or pretended to be praying. The only
fear I had was that they would somehow find out that the girl was
cheating.

SUSEN HERSCHTHAL, 23, presently living in New York Citv,

is a leading research analyst for Equitable Life Insurance Company.

Because of the rabbi I became very religious. I became extremely

orthodox and fulfilled all the mitzvohs. I firmly believed in God
and Judaism. I said each prayer as if speaking directly to God and
had great guilt feelings when I forgot a mitzvoh. I joined an Orthodox
youth group. I was not the only girl but I was one of the youngest.

We met on Saturday afternoons to sing and dance for hours cm end
and I looked forward to those afternoons. They were some of the

happiest of my childhood.

My religious feeling continued to develop. I learned to love

God and I turned to him whenever I felt depressed or hurt or happy.

He was my strength through those rough childhood years. I prac-

tised, each mitzvoh lovingly and studiously. 1 learned most of the

orthodox teachings and found that I knew more about the rites and

rituals than my family. They were proud that I knew so much but

this situation soon led to trouble in our house and my eventual loss

of faith.

BECAUSE OF MY RELIGIOUS TRAINING, I REALIZED

THAT MY PARENTS COMPROMISED ON MANY OF THE
LAWS AND TRADITIONS. They went shopping on the Sabbath
because that was their "only" free clay; they went to work on many
religious holidays because they "couldn't" take the time off. I learned

to keep my religious feelings to myself since whenever I tried to

correct my family, my father sternly rebuked me and accused me of

a lack of respect. It was the parents place to teach the children, not
the opposite.

This situation had to lead to an open conflict. This happened

one Friday night. It was after the candles had been lit and my father

had said the kiddush. My grandmother knew it was a sin to light

the stove so she told me to do it. 1 refused. I did not want the sin

on my head. I had been good to God all week and did not intend

to commit a sin against him now, especially on His day. I tried to.

explain to her that it was as much a sin to ask me to do it as it was
for herself to do it. I said that my grandmother was stronger-willed,

and she became ever more so in the face of opposition. She grew
furious and shouted about lack of respect for elder people.

I soon came to realize that my
parents so often compromised on

our many laws and traditions . .

.'

The commotion drew my mother into the kitchen. She sided with
my grandmother — I was still young and had many things to learn,

she said. I again refused. My mother grew very angry at my lack of

obedience and started screaming at me. This commotion drew my
father into the kitchen.

My father is a large man, a just and quiet man, who does not

like to get embroiled in domestic squabbles. But now he, too, was

in a rage. He commanded me to stop this foolishness and light the

stove for my grandmother and never disobey her again. I knew much,
much better than to argue with my father when he was in such a

state. I lit the stove.

After that Friday night incident, f did all that my family re-

quested of me. I did not want such a terrible argument again. I

asked God for guidance; I got none. I tried to approach my rabbi,

but he was always surrounded by boys.

WITH NO ONE TO GO TO I TURNED INTO MYSELF

FOR AN ANSWER. By some long process that I can't remember
now, I decided I would live as my parents wished me to live. I began

to feel that following the ancient teachings was simply not practical

in a modern world — especially for me, a young girl frightened ol

her parents. I respected the old rabbis for their wisdom in developing

the rituals; but the practical reasons for them had long since dis-

appeared.

The burning question in my mind became die relationship be-

tween God and man. If God is perfect he doesn't need anything,

least of all adoration from lowly man. Why should he concern
himself with man or with the world? As I became older I began to

question the whole concept of God. I told myself that if there was

Its earthy good humor casts new light on a time often stereotyped as drab and anti-worldy. The Tales tell of the

efforts of five wise men to prevent a king from killing his son who has been wrongfully accused by a woman. They

attempt to convince the king that the wiles of women are

Mayor Meets Local Jewish Women • •

Cold Weather But Warm Welcome

Recently, the Greensboro Section of the National Council
of Jewish Women was privileged to have as its guest speaker,

Mayor Carson Bain. For those of our members who braved the

cold, he provided a most stimulating evening. Mayor Bain's

topic for discussion was the anatomy of the city and a look to

the future. After giving an analysis of the structure of city

government, the Mayor emphasized the importance of commu-
nication between the people and their elected councilmen. In

fact, he felt that a grave lack of this kind of communication
has been largely responsible for the rash of riots in our major
cities. He stated that the Greensboro Youth Council, and other
programs involving City Council members and college students

in Greensboro served to open channels of communication.

A question and answer period followed the Mayor's discus-

sion. Questions raised were the advisability of instituting a

ward system in Greensboro and, of course, the problem of the

Zenke property. In reply to the first question Mayor Bain said

that he felt the ward system would promote sectionalism in the

city and he feels strongly hat a councilman should represent all

sections of the city. As for the question concerning the Zenke

property, the Mayor defended the council's position and made
clear that funds are available for the house to be moved.

Rabbi Joseph Usher
Confronts Mid-East Confusion

We had occasion, a few days ago, to address a local church
group, one that is known to be among the most liberal religious
groups in the city.

They requested that they be given an opportunity to discuss

the events in Israel and their relationship to American Jews.

There is hardly need to repeat here what my presentation

contained. It dealt not so much with the political and strategic

realities, but more with the simple justice of a people's right to

survive. We emphasized Israel's constant willingness to nego-

tiate with its Arab neighbors, our Jewish embarrassment rather

than chauvinistic exhilaration at the military victory.

We spoke of the world-wide Jewish response as a delayed
reaction to the trauma caused by the holocaust in Europe 25

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Mid-East, Continued
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years ago. Of our determination not to allow a recurrence, etc.

etc. In other words: the usual and, what we believe to be, a

fairly accurate view of the situation We spoke briefly about

the furor over the Holy Places and the futility of it. Also, of

our disappointment at the seeming reluctance of the free world,

prior to the June war, to try to prevent it, strangely reminiscent

of its silence 30 years ago.

Two questions arose whose tone disturbed me no end. I

should, by now, be inured to surprises. After all, I have been
around.

The first: "Isn't it true that the animosity of the Arabs
against Israel exists mainly because Israel represents Western
Culture in a Levantine environment? Why do the Jews insist

on imposing this culture upon this area?"

So beset are some of us with an inferiority complex about

our Western Culture that we feel we must knock it even if, in

this case, its introduction by way of industrialization, scientific

and. educational progress can only benefit the area. What are

the Jews supposed to do to please the Arabs? Fall into the same

Levantine lethargy which has kept the Arab lands in the back-

water of historv? True, Western Culture leaves much to be

desired. But to suggest that it is inferior to the Arab Culture

is nothing short of foil). Besides, the Arabs themselves do want
a piece of Western Culture: jet planes, nuclear missiles, etc.

They just do not want what the jews have to offer; like demo-

cratic institutions, land reforms, better working conditions and
health improvements.

The second: "Hearing Jews speak of survival and what they

believe to be justice in the Middle East and their close ties with

one another," was the next question, "I cannot see any differ-

ence between that and the 'Black Power' philosophy of H. Rap

Brown and SNNC. They, too, speak of survival, of territorial

rights here and in Africa, and they also voice a kind of separa-

tism not unlike that of the Jews."

This question, of course should hardly be dignified by a re-

ply. We repeat it here to show the incredible confusion, inno-

cent or malicious, the mixing of metaphors, and the astigmatism

caused by anti-Semitism. The person who asked the question,

undoubtedly insisting on his liberalism, protesting his innocence

of anti-Semitism, honestly sees no difference between the terms

further probing implied that he can see more justification for

H. Rap Brown than for Jewish survival. Because, the Jews have

assured survival here, while the Black Man in America faces

extinction.

Someone recently, forecasting the political prospects for 1968

in America in terms of a weather forecaster, said "cloudy and

hot." There is, indeed, in America a radical change in political

alignments. The isolationist of the 30's is the interventionist of

the 60's, and vice versa. And, in relation to the Jews in Israel,

alliances are forming on the right and on the left, to the detri-

ment of Israel's future.

It all shows that Israel's surest ally is and remains the world

Jewish community. It behooves us to labor to the end that we
shall not remain its only one.

a God, it would certainly be the concept of a Hebrew God, but was
there any God at all? 1 had no personal experience with a God. 1

knew there was a God only because I had been trained that way.
1 began to ask myself questions: Why were there so many re-

ligions and only one right one? What is man to God? Why do
people believe there is a God? 1 asked many people this last question
hoping to find support lor my own belief. Some people answered
vaguely that they "just knew" there was a God, but most people gave
the very existence of the world as the reason. 1 analogized this
answer to the caveman who thought that fire was made by God
because he didn't understand it; similarly people thought the world
was made by God because the) didn't understand how it was made.
Finding no reason for my belief, T couldn't very well continue to
believe.

I looked upon the concept of God as a crutch lor people in need.
It is much easier to live believing in God; but how could I believe
for a. "good feeling" only? Thus, over a period of about five years,
1 changed from a person who knew little but believed much, to a
person who knew much but believed little.

MY PARENTS KNEW LITTLE OF THIS GREAT TRANSI-

TION. I knew the}' would have been more disturbed by a lack of
faith, than by extreme piety. Since I was in a predominantly Jewish
neighborhood, I dated Jewish boys. This was not due to any ideo-
logical reason, but merely because they were the only ones around.

But when I went away to college, a whole new situation presented
itself. Since I knew no one, I tended to make friends with those who

were like myself in spirit and thought. After two years, I had
dated no Jewish boys and had only one Jewish girlfriend.

My parents became concerned. In my third year at school
my mother and father made a special trip to talk with me. My
mother told me how much I was hurting her. But what could
I do? I believed one should choose their friends by judging
the person they are, not by first asking about their religion.
My father was more angry, more direct; he commanded me to

make Jewish friends. But could I go against everything I be-
lieved in? Choosing friends by religion is as bad as choosing
friends by color.

I didn't want to hurt them; they were my parents and had
suffered much for me. I had a choice: live as they wanted me
to live and betray myself or live as I wanted and betray my
parents. What a damnable choice! Pressure began to build
up in me. I couldn't study and I couldn't eat. I was completely
lost. I thought I was going out if my mind. . .Finally I decided
thai; I must tell my parents.

6
EASTER VACATION, I WENT HOME. On the first night

1 called my mother and father into the kitchen. I told them
my j;>redicament and my feelings on religion. My mother began
crying. My father just sat quietly, too hurt to speak. I wished
that I had never been born. My father tried to convince me
that this was just a stage I was going through. Didn't he realize

I had felt this way for six years! My mother refused to believe

me and left the room, crying.

After that night my parents never mentioned our talk. They
kept making subtle hints about the "right" type of people but
never openly said anything. . .

TODAY THE SITUATION HAS NOT CHANGED

MUCH. I still believe as I believe. My parents have rationalized

away much of what I told them and pretend that everything

will be fine. I want to get married. I will marry a man I love

and that will be the only deciding factor.

Negro Anti

It cannot have escaped your

notice that a sizeable amount of

irrelevant discussion nowadays

concerns Jewish-Negro relations,

its leaders and writers, white and

black. Every phase of this modern

dilemma is explored — without

leading noticeably to useful re-

sults.

Jewish spokesmen in these in

terminable symposia and dia-

logues include many who profess

almost traumatic shock at the rev-

elation that Negroes, themselves

the victims of long-standing pre-

judice, should dare to exhibit pre-

judice toward others. Yet, even a

modest understanding of the hu-

man psyche indicates that nothing

could be more predictable.

History does not demonstrate

that oppression necessarily pro-

duces wisdom. There are even

some survivors of Hitlerism who
dispise minority groups — and, a

few, alas, hate their own group, as

well. Jewish anti-Semitism, other-

wise known as self-hate has never

been completely eradicated and

Negro anti-Semitism is hardly a

more exotic aberration.

Negroes, after all, are Chris-

tians, for the most part — and can-

not have escaped the pre-ecumeni-

cal conditioning that affected gen-

erations of their white co-religion-

ists. But, aside from that, is the

fact, brilliantly analyzed in a

famous essay by Jean-Paul-Sartre,

that the anti-Semite is often an in-

dividual who seeks a sense of his

own significance by identifying

with the bigoted predilections of

his so-called "betters." According

to this view, the anti-Semite fre-

quently "invents" his version of

the Jews — a figure endowed with

all the shadowy stereotyped qual-

ities of hatefulness — in order to

"invent" a contrastingly acceptable

version of himself.

Negro commentators, even the

gifted James Baldwin, who recent-

ly resigned from the editorial

board of a Negro magazine be-

cause it has emitted a foul blast

of anti-Semitism, often touches up-

on what they apparently regard as

extenuating circumstances in the

matter of Negro hostility toward

Jews. Our brethren, it is held, are

the white citizens whom the aver-

age Negro is most apt to encounter

every day as slumlord, exploiting

employer and overcharging shop-

keeper.

The fact that the Jew is also

the white American the Negro is

apt to encounter at bi-racial civil

rights demonstrations, or as con-

tributors to Negro colleges, or as

Congressional champions of anti-

discrimination bills, is blithely

overlooked.

has many phases and a mortal can

never know them all.

It is also forgotten that offend-

ing members of the power struc-

ture are not all Jews; most are

Christians, and some indeed are

Negroes. But, in any case, most

Jews, whatever their personal

qualities may be, are certainly not

engaged specifically in the exploi-

tation of Negroes.

This is — or should be — utterly

obvious — and is all beside the

point. For it is idle to muster cold

'"act against hot unreason. Various

sectors of the population have al-

ways needed the Jews in the same
way that the ancient Roman prole-

tariat needed circuses.

The economic and social terrain

beneath Jewish life has been more

or less shaky in many times and

places, although certainly it is less

so in America today than in most
countries of the world. It does not
seem probably that anti-Semitism,

white or black, can make much
headway here — at least in the

forseeable future.

The point to remember, I think,

is that whatever the real facts

about the real Jew way be in rela-

tion to Negro life, they have al-

most nothing to do with the causes

of anti-Semitism. To ponder the

"problem" of Negro anti-Semitism

seems a great irrelevance in an
area where sheer fantasy reigns.

Jewish distress, indignant ges-

tures of "defense", lofty disquisi-

tions on social history and frantic

efforts to assuage our Negro fel-

low-citizens by acts of conspicuous

good-will; all are futile because
anti-Semitism is not based on any-

thing we are, or do — or fail to

do. We should certainly enlist

in the struggle to eliminate in-

equality and racism because it is

morally right to do so.

It may be necessary to find ef-

fective ways to counter anti-Semi-

tism in general — or at least to

curb its power to endanger life

and limb — but it is doubtful that

we require a specific nostrum for

Negro anti-Semitism. Anti-Semi-

tism is anti-Semitism, regardless of

its color, and it is not helpful, as

Harry Golden wittily observes, to

"segregate" the anti-Semites.

THE PROBLEM,

IN SHORT,

is anti-semitism

not negro
~antTsemitism

*

in particular.

It may also be that some Negroes

regard the right to share white

anti-Semitism as part of their

struggle for social equality — a

dubious privilege, indeed — and
which, I hasten to assert, is sug-

gested facetiously, Anti-Semitism

seems, in any case, no greater

among Ngroes than among the

population at large, a conclusion

indicated by a couple of recent

surveys.

The problem, in short, is anti-

Semitism in general, not Negro
anti-Semitism in particular.

THE
UNKNOWN
REFUGEES

While the world shed tears for

the Arab "refugees" who voluntarily

fled the West Bank territories captur-

ed by Israel, during the June war, it

conveniently forgot about the hardest

hit victims — Jews living in Arab
lands. Humiliated by the June de-

bacle, Arab mobs, often abetted by
their governments, vented their anger
on the helpless Jewish minority in

their midst. Murder, arson, looting,

torture and imprisonment were dom-
mon. Thousands of "lucky" Jews —
stripped of their possessions — fled to

Europe and Israel, where they were
quickly aided by Jewish relief organi-

zations. The following report tells of
the latest developments in a story the
world, has chosen largely to ignore . . .

A Jewish-sponsored survey shows
that in all the Arab Middle Eastern

countries there are only a few thou-

sand Jews left, and most of them are

virtual prisoners, prevented bv special

laws or by police action from leaving.

The survev, made recently bv the

American Jewish Committee's Euro-
pean office, which has its headquar-
ters in Paris, shows that no Tews are

left in Aden or elsewhere in the Arab-

ian Peninsula. The last 138 who had
been living in Aden took a charter

plane to London in Tune after an
anti-Tewish riot that followed the Is-

raeli-Arab war.

The Jewish community in Libya,

which goes back to Phoenician times,

is reported to have dwindled to fewer

than 100.

The United Arab Republic,

which had 80,000 Jews 20 vears as^o,

is reported to have 700. And of these,

virtuallv all the males from teen age

to the late seventies are in jail, ac-

cording to the survey.

The Governments of Spain and
to a lesser decree Italy and France

have made efforts to get the Esrvptians

^o release the prisoners and let them
leave with their families.

Nevertheless, the small flow of

Jews that was able to leave the United
Arab Republic last fall is understood

to have stopped almost completely in

December.

Western European governments
are said to have been exerting diplo-

matic pressure also on Syria and Iraq,

but both continue to maintain a com-
plete ban on the departure of Jews.

There are said to be 4,000 Jews
si ill in Syria and 2,500 in Iraq. The
Jewish community of Iraq, which goes

back to the times of Babylon, once

was the largest in the Arab Middle
East. Twenty years ago it still num-
bered 120,000.

The situation of the Jews in the

Arab Middle East deterioated dras-

tically at the time of the war last June,
the survey shows.

The United Arab Republic had
2,500 Jews at that time. Between June
5 and 8 the authorities rounded up
most of the men, the survey reports.

Some were led directly to ships and
planes from the local police stations

and expelled.

The others — 350 men and boys
— were sent to the Abou-Zaabal Jail

outside Cairo.

The French news magazine
UExpress recently printed a report of

torture at the prison, including sev-

eral beatings, strangling and cases in

which prisoners were forced by guards
to perform unnatural acts.

The report was written by Berto

Farhi, a Jew, who was released and
expelled in September. The Egyptian
Embassy denied the charges in a letter

to L'Express.

In September the Jewish pris-

oners were reported to have been
transferred to another prison in Cai-

ro.

Between September and Novem-
ber 1 05 to 110 Jewish prisoners were
reported released, most of them after

intervention by the Embassies of

Spain, Italy and France.

All but 20 to 25 of the released

men were expelled, the survey said,

and have since been joined by their

families. Most of them are penniless,

having had to leave their possessions

behind, and are being assisted by the

joint Distribution Committee. The
United Hias Service is helping them
reach Canada, the United States and
other countries where they hope to

settle.

The prisoners released to remain

in the United Arab Republic were
converts to Isalm or Karaites, an an-

cient fundamentalist sect of Judaism
not regarded as Jewish by other Jews.

Two hundred and twenty Jews
remain in Egyptian prisons, accord-

ing to the American Jewish Commit-
tee.

The Jewish community of Libya

was said to have dwindled from 40,-

000 before World War II to 4,000 by

the time of the war in June.

When war broke out mobs in

Tripoli went on a rampage against

Jewish and other non-Moslem stores

in the center of the city and in the

area where poor Jews lived.

The Libyan authorities, fearing

further violence, then rounded up
virtually the entire Jewish population

of Tripoli and the smaller commun-
ity of Benghazi and put them into

army camps for their protection. Jew-
ish sources stress that the stay in these

camps was voluntary and that Jews
were permitted to leave if they want-
ed. Apparently, few did.

The Libyan Government, in a

complete reversal of its previous pol-

icy of blocking emigration for Jews,
t hen issued visas to all who wanted to

leave.

Now there are said to be fewer
than 1 00 Jews in the country.

In Iraq, the survey reports, a

hundred Jews were arrested immedi-
ately after the June war. Most were
reported to have been released two
months later, rearrested in October
and released again in November. Now
20 to 25 Jewish men remain in Iraqi

prisons, according to the American
Jewish Committee.

The situation of the Iraq com-
munity is desperate, according to the
American Jewish Committee. Meas-
ures taken are said to include not only
constant surveillance of Jewish homes
but also a ban on selling property or
engaging in almost any kind of gain-

ful activitv.

The 4,000 Syrian Jews are said

to be in almost the same situation as

those in Iraq. According to informed
Jewish sources here, the Syrian Gov-
ernment maintains a tight ban on
emigration while making it virtually

impossible for Jews either to educate
their children or to earn enough to
feed their families.

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RICHMOND: HOME RESIDENTS AIR VIEWS
Have you ever wanted to get something off your chest?

Have you sometimes felt that when you want to say something,

you would hope that somebody was prepared to listen? Have
you ever felt frustrated because you seem unable to communi-
cate what you are feeling inside and so it festered inside and
makes for intense personal discomfort? TV commercials suggest

that Bufferin or some other remedy will take away that gnawing
pain. Residents of the Beth Sholom Home have discovered

another remedy. It's easier to take, accomplishes more, and
enables all who partake of the remedy to feel an increasing

sense of self-comfort and satisfaction.

Beth Sholom residents look for some relief for their problems
every Thursday evening when, from 7 to 8 P. M., they attend

a meeting with their executive director. The meeting is volun-

tary and limited to one hour. Subject matter comes from the

residents and is reflective of their concerns. Because of the

unpredictable nature of the content of the meeting, each meet-
ing takes on a special aura of excitement. Its tempo can change
from one meeting to the next and is reflective of the feeling

of the residents at the moment. What is significant about recenr

meetings is that the level of participation has been increasing

with more and more of the residents taking advantage of the

opportunity to express their views on things that are of im-
mediate concern to them.

Because Beth Sholom was without the services of a director

for a period of months, it was not surprising that the residents'

comments in the initial meetings were ones which reflected

their aimlessness and sense of isolation. Residents criticized the

Home, its management, its operation, their food, and all with
some sense of justification. But now that they have been able

to talk about their concerns, they have also been able to find

their own way to some of the solutions.

The meetings have been directed by some with an idea of

constructive self-criticism. Residents wanting to convey their

interest in determining their own destiny have participated in

suggesting ways in which food services can be improved. They
have been concerned about improving and conveying to others

what represents more acceptable dining room demeanor. As
the men and women of the Home have found that by meeting
collectively to discuss individual and group problems, they have
developed a sense of community. This means that the residents

have begun to think beyond themselves and have begun to think

in terms of their common good and the good of others.

Although the residents have yet to turn the corner which
permits them to think of others with the same sense of com-
passion that they want for themselves as individuals, they have
made a beginning. The knowledge that the meetings have been
theirs, that the subject matter for the meetings develops from
their needs and concerns, has enabled some who were originally

reticent to speak with some sense of assurance. At a recent
meeting one of the residents literally asked for the floor rather

than raising a question or making a comment. She noted that

the residents were constantly talking about themselves and she
felt that being in the Home should not allow her fellow aged
to divorce themselves from the concerns of the community.
Having made voluntary contributions to fund drives in the
past, she urged them to maintain their connections with the
living and their plight. By helping others, she implied that the
residents would be helping themselves for they would be main-
taining their connection with life and the problems of living.

Within a short space of time forty-five residents had contributed
over $50 to the March of Dimes drive. The residents had
spoken through deeds directed toward others, re-establishing
for themselves a sense of their continuing worth as individuals.

The meetings will continue and from these meetings will
surely emerge other acts of common purpose. The voices of
Beth Sholom will still be heard in the Richmond community.

cultural cooperatives, special schools and centers. Hadassah
conducts a comprehensive vocational education system which
trains young people to take their place in Israel's expanding
economy. Its headquarters is the Louis D. Brandeis Vocational
Center in Jerusalem which includes the Alice L. Seligsberg

Vocational High School (for girls) and tht Vocational Guidance
Bureau. The Brandeis Center in Romena (for boys) contains
The Fine Mechanics and Precision Instruments Workshop,
whose products are purchased by The Weizmann Institute, tht

Israel government, the Hebrew University-Hadassah Medical
School, Kupat Holim, HMO and Haifa Technion, and many
industrial firms. These orders enable the workshop to be partly
self-supporting. Also in the Center is The Printing Workshop

which trains printers and typographers and has achieved recog-

nition by producing a new Hebrew type face called "Hadassah
Hebrew."

The Alice Seligsberg School in Jerusalem is unique in that

it combines vocational training with a full high school curricu-

lum. Vocational courses are offered in homemaking, dressmak-

ing, secretarial studies, crafts, and dental and laboratory assis-

tants work. At present the construction of a new wing is under
way. It will include a teaching cafeteria, first of its kind in

Israel, where 900 hot meals can be served daily. Director o!

the School, Dr. Helen Rittner, who earned her Ph.D. at Co-
lumbia and is the author of Issues in Vocational Education,
says the emphasis is off the splitting of personality, stressing

either the head or the hands, and on the coordination of in-

tellectual, technical and social skills.

The Alice Seligsberg School has made advanced strides in

vocational education by preventing a separation between the

intellectual, and manual skills, a separation that has in the past

encouraged class distinction throughout the world. And it has
merged the arts and sciences with crafts and techniques so as

not to deprive the skilled laborer of the rich, full life previously
known only to those fortunate enough to obtain a higher edu-
cation.

In his reply to a congregation following
his inaugural as the first president, George
Washington referred to the newly founded
American nation as giving "to bigotry to
sanction and to persecution no assistance."

out in a language of their own that compels understanding.

What did I learn in Russia? A new language. That is all, and
that is enough. It is a language easily learned in a day, at a

single meeting, a single visit to a place where Jews assemble,

a synagogue. The same eyes accost you in Moscow and Kiev, in

Leningrad. Vilna and Minsk, and in Tbilisi, the capital £ the

Georgian Republic. They all speak the same language, and the

story they tell echoes in your mind like a horrible folk tale

from days gone by.

I met one of them on my first evening in Moscow, a few
hours after my arrival from New York and Paris. Actually, it

was he who found me, standing on the sidewalk in front of the

synagogue. From my clothes he could tell I was foreign, and he
askecl me if I spoke Yiddish. The darkness concealed his face.

To this day I have no idea whether the first Jew who happened
acioss my path on Russian soil was a young rebel, impelled by
stubborn bravado and a Jewish conscience to risk serving as a

public spokesman, or an old man glutted with fear who had
finally decided, no matter what the consequences, to break his

silence. I do not even, know whether he was addressing himself

to me alone or through me to someone strange, abstract, and
distant, who lived as a free man in a land drenched with sun-

light and sea.

Why did he refuse to show his face? Perhaps he had none.

Perhaps he had left it behind him somewhere in Siberia or, his

crime unremembered, in the interrogation cell of a nameless
prison. Perhaps he had given it away as a present to his enemies
or to God. "Here, take it, I no longer need it. I have another,

and it numbers three million."

Perhaps that was the reason he approached me stealthily

and in shadow, while all around us thousands of shadows like

his stood in the street and waited, powerless to say for whom or

for what. Anxious lest I reveal him as a man without a face, he
came wrapped in darkness, a simple Jew with no name and no
particular destiny, a Jew identical to every other Jew in every

city throughout that formidable land.

I heard only his voice, choked and fearful, a few tattered

sentences whispered quickly in my ear, the simple gray words
used by generations of Jews to describe their condition and fate:

"Do you know what is happening to us?" He spoke for a few
seconds. He wanted me to know. Finally came a request to

remember everything and tell it all. "There is no time. We are

nearing the end. Impossible to give you details. You must under-

stand. If I am being watched, I will pay for this conversation.

Do not forget."

I was excited and confused. It was too quick and unexpect-
ed. Yesterday I sat in New York joking with my friends. We
laughted aloud. The transition was too sudden.

He continued to speak, alternating accusation with con-

fession, demanding both justice and mercy at once. I wanted to

press his hand, to promise him everything. I didn't dare. Maybe
they were really watching us. A handshake could be costly. And
so, unconsciously, I slipped into the reality of Jewish fear in

Russia.

Suddenly he left me in the middle of a sentence, without
saying good-by or waiting for my reaction. He disappeared into

the living mass that crowded around the entrance to the syna-

gogue.

I was to meet this Jew again, in Moscow and elsewhere.

He always gave some sign by which I could recognize his pres-

ence. Once he thrust a note into my pocket; once he touched
my arm without saying a word. Once I caught a secret wink of

his eye. Each time I saw him he had changed his appearance.
In Kiev I thought he was a construction worker, in Leningrad
a civil engineer, In Tbilisi a university professor. But it was al-
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. . . TIME AFTER TIME, PEO-

ways he, for his story was the same and his request never varied.

Do not forget; tell it all.

I left something of myself in that country, perhaps as a
kind of collateral. Perhaps it was my eyes.

What are the\ afraid of? I don't know. Perhaps, afraid to

ask, neither do they. I wasn't afraid to ask, but I never got an
answer. Official government guides abruptly denied the exis-

tence of any such phenomenon, and the Western diplomatic
observers whom I consulted simply said that the whole matter
was an enigma to them. As for Jews, they smiled at me sadly.

"You're an outsider. You wouldn't understand."

f cannot say, then, whether their fear is justified, but I

know for a fact that it exists, and that its depths are greater
than I had imagined possible. In city after city it confronted
me like an impenetrable wall; on the other side, peering out of
its own interstices, lurked only the final unknown.

I ime after time, people with whom I had been talking
slipped away without saying good-by or left me in the middle of
a sentence. A person who had conversed with me one day denied
knowing me the next. Once a technician who had arranged to
meet me in the synagogue to give me particulars concerning a
brother in Philadelphia never came. In Moscow I met a French
jew who told ine he had come to Russia to visit a sister he had
not seen since the war. When he arrived at her house in Lvov-
she refused to let him in. Later she appeared at his hotel, and
in the five minutes she allowed herself to say, begged him to
leave the city, to go back to Moscow, or better, to France. 'What
did I do?" he cried. \nd I, to calm him, said, "Nothing. Try
to understand, can't you? She's afraid." He began to shout. "Of
whom? Of what?" I had no answer.

My first encounter with that community and with the fear

that pervades it took place on the night I arrived in Russia.

It was Yom Kippur eve, and as I stood in the Great Synagogue
of Moscow, I thought I had come to pray in the company of

Marannos, Jews who once each year decided to leave their places

of hiding and worship their Creator in public. I felt like a

stranger, a gentile, among them.

Yet, on the surface at least, I might have been in any
prewar synagogue in Europe or America, not in the very heart

of the Russian capital, ten minutes away from the golden domes
of the Kremlin and from the infamous "Lublianka," headquar-
ters of the secret service, its darkened cellars once the final home
of many who were tortured and condemned to die simply be-

cause they were Jews.
The sanctuary was brightlv lit and crowded. Many were

wearing white holiday robes and prayer shawls. As usual the
number of older people was large, but there were also many of

middle age and quite a few between the ages of twenty and
thirty. Three generations had come together — grandfather,
who still remembered the edicts of the Czar; his son, who had
spent years in a labor camp in Siberia; and his grandson . . .

but what was he doing here? Someone, a comrade at school or
at work, must have reminded him that after all he, too, was a
Jew, only a Jew - by force if not by choice.

The old people prayed with all their hearts, the younger
generation sat listening in silence. They seemed thoughtful,
worried, distracted. But this was only natural; it was Yom Kip-
pur, the Day of Judgment. Who shall live and who shall die,

who shall be banished and who set free, who shall be afflicted

and who shall be at rest. Thoughts like these occupy the mind
of every Jew on this night, wherever he may be. But here they
are of immediate moment.

The prayers went on in an orderly fashion, with traditional
melodies sung by a cantor and choir. The scrolls of the Torah
were removed from the ark, and as the procession wound around
the pulpit the elderly rabbi, Yehuda-Leib Levin, declared in a

trembling voice, "Or zarua la-tzaddik . . . Light is sown for the
righteous, and gladness for the pure of heart." What light? What

gladness? The cantor sang "Kol Nidrei." Here and there one

heard a quiet sigh. A woman sobbed. And as the final blessing

was intoned, "Blessed art Thou who hast kept us alive, and hast

sustained us, and enabled us to reach this day," a shudder pass-

ed through the congregation. Another year.

Suddenly I sensed my neighbors eying me peculiarly. Their

look was unfriendly, insulting. They were examining me, trying

to tear an imaginary mask from my face and thus reveal the

true purpose of my presence among them. I heard whispers.

"Does anyone know him?" No one. "Does anyone know where

he's from or why he's here?" No one knew. No one could pos-

sibly know. I had spoken to no one, had in fact just arrived,

almost directly from the airport. Barely seven hours before I had

been in Paris.

Their suspicion did not surprise me, although it did

trouble me somewhat. I tried to start a conversation; they pre-

tended not to hear. The fact that I had deliberately chosen to

sit in the main part of the synagogue instead of in the visitors'

section only increased their mistrust. When I spoke, they pre-

tended not to understand Yiddish. Despite the crowding and the

close quarters, a kind of distance opened between us.

It was only when I begun to plav aloud, in witless despera-

tion, that the barriers fell. They listened closely, then drew

nearer; their hearts opened. They crowded around me. Tire

crush was unbearable, but I loved it. And the questions poured

out. Are there Jews in America? In Western Europe? Are they

well off? Any news from Israel? Can it resist its enemies? All

they wanted was to hear me talk. They refused to answer my
questions. "Better not ask," said one. Another said the same.

"We can't say, we can't talk," said a third. Why not? "Because.

It's dangerous." They turned to me with haunted looks. I could

never be one of them, because I would never be in their place.

The wall of fear had risen to cut us off.

The basement was hot and dingy. The "bakers"

—rabbis with long beards and sidecurls—were not

really efficient, but for me it was heaven. I was a

child, no older than six or seven, and I had gone with

my father to New York's Lower East Side to bake our

own special matzohs.

A huge brick oven, built into the wall and fed

with logs put in its side, glowed from the heat. The
specially kneaded dough was placed on long rods and

put into the oven.

And each time a new load of matzohs was put into

the oven, a leader would cry out, "For the sake of the

holy commandment! ' And all the bakers—old men
bent with age, younger men with eyes like hot coals

and we children with voices like birds—all answered,

"For the sake of the holy commandment of matzoh!"

The night preceding the seder we searched for the

'chometz,' or leavened bread. Chometz is forbidden

and matzoh a must in remembrance of our flight from

Fgypt and its wicked pharaoh.

The Egyptians were chasing the Jews. It was

desert country and you either made your own supper

or you didn't eat. No one had time to wait for the

dough to rise, so they ate unleavened bread—matzohs.

The Bible says in remembrance of that time we should

remove any bread, or any material having leaven

materials, from our homes.

In our home, the search for leaven followed

strict Jewish ritual. About an, hour after sunset we
shut off all the lights in our house. Pitch black. My
father lighted one candle. The candle has many mysti-

cal meanings, and its pale, ghostly light cast a strange

spell.

I was given a feather and spoon, with a little bas-

ket, and together we began the ritual cleaning of the

house of leaven. Before the search I planted pieces of

leavened bread in various parts of the house on top of

a shelf or dresser.

My father went around searching. We had about

15 rooms ... a lot of looking. So, after ten minutes

it became a game of "hot potato." The chometz was

on the dresser on the right and my father was heading

for the left. "Cold potato," I whispered, and my father

would go the other wav.

Yemenite Jews Performing Macos Ritual

Jewish law commands that you must take in any
stranger who is hungry for the seder, so each year we
had a few guests. One day, I remember, we came home
the afternoon before the seder and there was a man
named Harry, about 40, on the couch in our living room.

He was our guest, whether we were dying to have

him or not. Harry was very funny, and he ate a great

deal. He was fond of singing "Potatoes are cheaper in

Brooklyn," possibly because he lived there.

Our seder transformed the dining room into a ban-

quet hall and temple all in one. There were flowers all

around, and a special pillow had been placed on my
father's chair so that he could lean — like an ancient

prince — on his left side, all according to tradition.

There were other guests, an old couple—they should

rest in peace—who lived down the block on Grant Avenue
in Jersey City. The husband was about 80 years old. He
used to tell me of times when the corner of Grant and

Jackson was a farm and a brook ran where our house

stood.

The most exciting thing, of course, was asking the

four questions. We used to recite them in Hebrew and
Yiddish, according to the old custom. It took us weeks at

the yeshiva to memorize them.

'My two older brothers, Howie and Phil, went before

me, and my sister, Faigy, came last. Howie was compe-
tent, but too nervous and fast. Phil used to get me ner-

vous, because he's very deliberate and would kind of act

out each question as though he really didn't know the

answers.

By the time my turn came, I was a nervous wreck.

I'm a six-footer now, but at the time, I was just a little

taller than the table. I stood up and took the ritual cup
of wine in my hand. Phil giggled and I almost spilled

the cup.

"Come on, Ege"—that was my nickname—he teased.

My father tried to help me start. But he just added to my
nervousness. Harrv mumbled, "Poor kid, he forgot

them." But I paused, looked at the tray filled with bitter

herbs, and began saying the questions haltingly.

"Mali Nishtanah halialah hazeh, micall haleilos?"

And then in Yiddish, "Farvoos iz der nacht fun Pesach,

anderesh fun alleh. nacht funn der ganz your?" Which
means, "Why is this night different from all other

nights?."

Slowly, awkwardly, 1 began laboring over the other

questions, pronouncing the Yiddish with the strange

American accent. As I asked the questions, I grew more
secure. The old woman's eyes began to fill with tears

and I felt proud.

Faigy, my little sister, said them better than all of

us. My father said it didn't count because she knew all

the answers anyway.

We went through the various rituals of the meal.

Seder means order. The seder is a meal that is also a

service. We ate bitter herbs, in remembrance of the bit-

terness of bondage. Charoses, chopped apple and walnuts,

in remembrance of the bricks we made in Egypt. Even-

tually we were supposed to drink four cups of wine.

Each child has a different favorite part of the seder.

For some it is the hiding away of the afikomen, a special

matzoh that completes the meal, until the father ransoms
it, by promising a present after the Passover. This custom
keeps the children interested.

For other children it is the gay singing after the of-

ficial ritual is over, which includes the song of "Chad
Gadyah," the song of the "One Kid," a verse that revolves

around and around like a top.

But for me, the pre-meal ritual was the highlight.

Do not ask me why. Maybe because my father and mother
used to tell me stories.
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My father used to tell me about his father and
grandfather and ancestors who were known as wonder
workers and saints.

My mother would tell me of her father and grand-

father who were Haddisic Rabbis with followers in the

hundreds of thousands.

And they used to tell me how these men could pre-

dict the future, how they studied the cabalistic, mystical

writings of the angels.

And somehow I imagined, in my childish way, when
I grew drowsy from the wine I had taken, that I could

hear the footfalls of angels scurrying among the dishes,

the Cup of Elijah, the flowers, the shiny crystal ... I

thought I almost could see a halo rising from the snow
white tablecloth, glowing clear about the large room.

The night grew long and I rested, eyes half closed,

against my mother's arm. If only they could see what I

saw! But it was there ... It was there.

Do I feel that I have succeeded as

a rabbi? Let's see . . .

If I were a businessman who had
set out to make a million dollars, and
f now had a million dollars, I could

consider myself a "success". If I were
a doctor who had perfected some dra-

matic new treatment, then—in spite

of all the people whose lives I could
not save—I might consider myself a

"success."

But as a parent, I will never be able

to congratulate myself on my "suc-

cess." Even if, God willing, my chil-

dren turn out to be wonderful human
beings, there must inevitably be things

I have left undone. Simply as a human
being, I can never be a "success," in

that there are always serious faults

even in those who try hard to "suc-

ceed."

A rabbi's task is immense, his hori-

zon very wide. His work is not the

completion of any one specific pro-

ject (which would make him a "suc-

cess"), but in the spiritual betterment
of hundreds of people.

In what ways? A rabbi should in-

crease the awareness in his congrega-
tion both of the good things they have
achieved and the good things they can
achieve. He counsels them in times
of distress, hoping to draw from them
the right questions about their lives

and the right answers for that indi-

vidual. He seeks to inspire and teach
by his sermons, writings, classes, and
other personal contacts. He seeks to

impart a feeling of the grandeur of

Judaism and the will to live according
to its teachings. He wants to impart
a love for the people of Israel, for the
land of Israel, and for the religious

heritage of Israel.

There are many strings to a rabbi's

bow. Sometimes they play in disson-

ance. When he would like to be study-

ing, he must attend a civic meeting.

While being helpful to a family in

serious difficulties, he must also deal

with petty complaints. Routine ad-

ministration, correspondence and
everyday problems rob him of time he

would like to put to better use. Peo-

ple praise him for things which do not

especially cause him pride, while ig-

noring aspects of his work he con-

sidered most important.

•

The American rabbi faces people

who are largely indifferent to his prin-

cipal message. For too many, Bar-

Mitzvah is more important than Jew-

ish living; dues paying, more impor-

tant than synagogue attendance; and

Jewish learning, not dreamt of in their

philosophy. What "success" is attain-

ed with young people is often vitiated

by the apathy of parents.

And still there is success—the family

that derives inspiration from services,

the young woman who asks for an

adult education course, the youngster

who forces his parents to add Jewish

practices to their home . . .

How can success in these matters

be measured? And if there is success,

is it enough to meet the challenge of

our time? I keep trying.

The topic of the symposium —
"Have I Succeeded as a Rabbi" —
raises a number of questions. First,

what are the criteria for success? Two,
can such a question be answered ob-

jectively by the subject to whom it is

posed? Thirdly, isn't he lacking in

aspiration who designates the results

of his efforts successful? And finally,

can he properly function as a rabbi

who adjudges his effors to be a fail-

ure?

In my opinion, a more appropriate

subject for self-evaluation is — "Have

I Achieved my Goals as a Rabbi" —
although this topic is also laden with

faults. It can only elicit one answer

from a dedicated rabbi, and that is a

negative one. A goal by definition is

an aim which an individual attempts

to reach or accomplish. An aspirated

individual attempts to reach many
goals. When he reaches one goal, he

immediately sets his sights upon

another, or higher one. His ultimate

aims are never reached because they

are set higher and higher, and man,

the finite creature is never in the cate-

gory of being, but is constantly in the

process of becoming. A dedicated rab-

bi never sets his sights on one goal.

His goals are many; and a rabbi any-

where — and especially in America,

where there are so many problems in

Jewish life — must constantly attempt

to reach higher and higher plateaus of

accomplishment.

The judgment as to whether he has

succeeded is bound by the priorities

he has set, and the goals he has reach-

ed. The problems which confront

most rabbis is that many of their goals

are frustrated by layman, who from

time immemorial have felt duty-

bound to hamper and frustrate the

spirations of rabbis.

Although basically I maintain that

the topic of the symposium is poorly

construed. I shall reply to the question

with the same answer given by the

budding scholar. When asked, "Who
is the better student, you or your

friend?", the young man answered "I

am caught on the horns of a dilemma.

If I should say that I am the more

astute student, I would be guilty of

boastfulness. If I should say that my
friend is a better student, I would be

guilty of telling a lie. Therefore, I

shall not answer your question."

In a more serious vein the admoni-
tion in Proverbs is most worthy of

repitition today.

"Let another man praise thee, and
not thine own mouth;

A stranger, and not thine own lips."

WHY UP TO NOW
I COULD NOT

BE A

RABBI

By IRVING GOTTESMAN

Don't believe the title. This

is more than just an ansiver of

why I could riot be a rabbi.

It is a story of growth, of de-

cision, of an agonizing discov-

ery of self. For the first meas-

ure of a rabbi is not what he

does but what he is. Not the re-

ligion he has brought to oth-

ers, but to himself. Not hoto

many children he has taught

or services conducted, but how,
by his actions, he has given wit-

ness to God's presence and
God's word. . . .

This is a declaration of a

rabbi who could not bring

others to believe — because he
could not believe himself. . . .

My father is a rabbi, and my
uncle, many of mv cousins. . . .

Both my grandfathers were
Hassidic Rebbes, with thous-

ands of followers, and their

fathers and grandfathers be-

bore them. It was a tradition

going back hundreds of years.

Of my family of three broth-

ers and one sister, somehow it

evolved on me — perhaps be-

cause I was the slowest and
they figured I wouldn't suc-

ceed at anything else — to con-

tinue the heritage.

They were not very wrong
in their choice. "Playing" at

the rabbinate for me was as

natural as water is to a fish —
it was the dimension and con-

text of my world.

When I visit various com-
munities in the Carolinas and
Virginia I marvel at the tre-

mendous temples and syna-

gogues that even small com-
munities have been able to

build. But my father's shul was
hardly that. It was a shteibel

with a slightly American ac-

cent. It was about three times

larger than a good size living

room, on the bottom floor of

my house, t was part of my
home.

I remember once my mother
bought me a toy truck and I

wanted a place where I could
play with it without being dis-

lurbed. So I went down to the

shul — it was part of my house.

And when I woke up Shabbas
morning, all I had to do was
jump out of bed get dressed

and skip down the steps — I

was in shul — and yet I was
still home.

Most imoprtant of all. The
people who used to attend the

shul, many of them old, some
teen-agers — seemed an exten-

sion of my own family. After

all, each week, they were visit-

ing my house. And so I kidded
and played with them, argued
with them . . . and grew to love

them. The old men were my
uncles and the old women my
aunts. And from them I was
trained to the feeling that

every Jew I mee,, whether in

Greensboro or Alaska — is a

member of my family.

And so the roadmap, the

destination, was all laid out

for me. I attended yeshivos in

New York and eventually a

rabbinical seminary. As a stu-

dent rabbi I conducted serv-

ices for Rosh Hashonah, Yom
Kippur and other holidays.

And you can always make ten

dollars an hour teaching bar-

mitzvah lessons. . . .

But at the same time—some-
thing was happening. I was
growing, moving . . . Growing
out of the little shul, and out

of a small world. . . .

I attended college. I made
new friends, Jewish, non-Jew-

ish. I discovered a modern
world. I discovered for the first

time that the orthodoxy, the

absolute truth of the Torah,

the whole foundations of my
life were subject to severe,

powerful criticism and doubt.

Tephilin — phylactries — and
kashruth, Yom Kippur and
Passover, holidays and tradi-

tions that were as much the

natural rythm of my life as the

hour hand on my watch, sud-

denly became a crisis — an
agony — of conscience and be-

lief and faith. . . .

In the next few sentences I

am about to cross a line — a

line that I had set for myself

but must be broken for the

sake of truth and honesty. Up
to now I have never written of

what it was really like — this

breakthrough out of tradition

— out of fear and respect . . .

tor my parents. I have never

written publicly about my not

keeping the Sabbath, or not

adhering to kashruth, or not

putting on Tephilin . . . out

of respect for them. But the

time has come to write the

truth — and let the Judge of

men decide the right. . . .

Two shattering moments
stand out of my life — the first

lime I broke the Sabbath and
the first time I was confronted
by my father about my not put-

ting on Tephillin.

1 remember the first Sab-

bath. It was after the Saturday
morning services, after the

Sabbath meal. We had eaten

and drunk, and sung the

zmiros, the Sabbath table

songs. I had done all these

things and yet I felt as though
I had not done them. The
whole ritual seemed made out

of plastic and hollow, and my
actions mechanical and empty.
T felt neither depressed nor
happy — but mechanical ... a

machine, a machine whose
motor had been shut off but

keeps on moving from sheer

momentum.
I went up to my room on

the third floor, sat down at my
desk and began reading. Sud-

denly I became aware — ob-

sessed — with the florescent

lamp on my desk. Although
the room was bright from the

sun, the light still burned
from the night before — be-

cause of the Sabbath.

. . . In the room, alone. On
the third floor, alone. The
lamp, burning, uselessly, ridi-

culously. Why? Why not shut

it,

Back to my reading. The
words, the lines go by. They
seem empty and meaningless

also. My eyes, on heir own,

drift back to the lamp, burn-

ing. It becomes an enemy. It

teases, it makes fun of me. It

sears my eyes. It threatens me.

I ge. up. I try to escape. I

think to walk out of my room.
T walk to a picture. I walk
back to my desk. And the lamp
burns.

It is time for the idea to

come . . . what is stopping me
from turning off the light?

What is the sin? Where the

harm? And I had no answer.

On its own, my hand crawl-

ed across the desk. The light

was off ... I shuddered, in

fright, in ecstacy . . . The hand
moves again . . . The light is

on . . . Again, it's off . . . Like

a madman, awed by the new,

strange world I had entered I

switched the light on and off,

over and over I was suddenly

tree. I soared. The world was
open. The tide of feelings rose

and flooded, the empty hollow
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Zeide, z"L —
Shall I Follow?

grew heavy with the fresh

water . . . But then came the

storm.

. . . Goodbye. The line is

broken. I had made history

that minute, and I had crush-

ed and snapped tivo thousand

years of history. My father

who had struggled to keep the

Torah, and his father, and his

father's father . . . The hours

of study, the years they had
spent memorizing and under-

standing the incredibly min-
ute laws of the Sabbath, web
upon web of law, laiv and
mitzvohs. Thou Shalts and
Thou Shalt Nots, the iron tra-

dition that bound generation

to generation
,
past into future,

present transcendent of time.

Broken. Snapped. Left. All

gone. No, they ivere there, it

was I who was gone. Fled. Es-

caped. Where to? Before, I

had been a hollow vessel, but

rpoperly stamped and in place

. . . ATow T was a full vessel, but

floating, cast i)i unknown,
frightening waters . . .

And so the deed was done.

The light was off. In the lamp.

In me. I had crossed the line

that I did not want to cross —
but there was no choice. The
other side of the line existed

no more.

The first time I skipped put-

ling on Tephillin was less

dramatic. I was late for class.

I said: "Today I'll skip Tephil-

lin. I'll repent tomorrow."
The next day and the day af-

ter and the dav after that I

put on Tephillin. But the

fifth day something else came
up and I said: "So I'll skip

another day, big deal, I'll re-

pent tomorrow." I did . . . but

within three weeks of the first

day I had stopped putting on
Tephillin — because I did not

leel I had to repent . . .

Something strange I noticed

at the time. I had not told any-

one of what I was doing . . .

But it seemed my face, the

cadenza of my words, the flash

of my eves, told the world
what I thought was my secret.

Today for the last time Plant 76 received

Sweepings.

The workers—mothers, fathers and children—fear:

"Whoever does not take some today

Will only die sooner."

Hnnger in one's intestines burns and sears-

Starvation nears;

Death by starvation

Is worse than death by the sword.

One wants to live.

Must survive!

Earnestly they ponder

"Shall we put some into our pockets,

Into pots?"

Makes no difference where—

Whoever leaves is checked with care:

"We are condemned to die of starvation

And slave labor.

If we dare to risk our lives

We will surely not survive!"

Chaim "the rascal":

So he is called because of his pranks.

He is also called "crutches man",

Because he wobbles as though on crutches—

His legs are devoid of calcium.

Pitch black his hair and eyes;

A Semitic face; his walk is stooped—

A defect caused by poring over books.

His lungs are also ailing.

He always hums himself a line of Gemara:

"Hakol shochetin,

Anyone may slaughter!"

Resonantly he draws out his voice-

Not from piety but from custom.

He continually laments:

"The war has made me a heretic,

I have grown angry with God.

My life here has taught me
That God cannot be.

Whatever we may have done that is wrong—
What father could torture his child so long?

The rascal, a brilliant fellow, has a thought:

"Listen, Jews: the cauldron is broad and high,

Let us hang a sack within—

Supposedly we pour the sweepings inside,

And we have a load!

And when I smuggle it onto the street

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AN AFTERWORD:
Out Of The Ashes

Eighty-year-Old

Salisbury Doctor

Creates New Life

Many men reach the age of 80.

Few arrive with tools in hand, still

daily answering the call to which
they've been committed throughout a

lifetime.

Fewer yet would get there through

the cauldron of a Nazi Germany and
the fever of a Japanese-held Shanghai

to start anew a third time — and make
a life in a new land with a new lang-

uage even as they entered upon the

final decade of the alloted three score

years and 10.

But every day, quietly and compe-
tently, Dr. Ernst Blumenberg attends

the ills of the women in Building 10

at the Salisbury Veterans Hospital.

And if he weren't betrayed by a

tongue that still remembers the nu-

ances of another day and a fondness

for the wisdom of his favorite Goethe,

no one would suspect that it were not
always so.

It is true, Dr. Blumenberg says, that

he has had many extraordinary ex-

periences.

But that does not say, he adds, that

the man is extraordinary. Quite the

contrary. Many Jewish men and wo-
men have traveled the same path.

"That was our fate when the storm
over Europe was raging and I was
lucky."

Maybe.

Maybe not.

For in a manner so gentle it's scarce-

ly felt, his staff at the hospital says, he
manages to raise a spirit when it's low,

erase a frown, let a nurse know she's

done something well, heal where no
healing seems possible, and never, for

any reason, take credit unto himself.

"Mv goal," he says and mischief

lights his eyes, "was not to get rich,

and that's the only goal I've reached."

But rich is relative.

The crowd who gathered at his

home to wish him well upon his 80th

year and the nephew who flew all the

way from Lisbon, Portugal, without

a word, to give him the pleasure of

surprise, attested to the fact that his

success had well outstripped his goal.

Approximately 60 guests were pres-

ent tor the open house, including the

Blumenberg's daughters, Mr. and
Mrs. George Stern of Atlanta, Mr. and
Mrs. Jerry Williams of Kinsrsport,

Tennessee, Mr. and Mrs. Leon Shank-
man of Marion, Virginia and Mrs.
Albert Grunhut of Statesville.

For three-quarters of a century ago,

in a quiet country town in the pro-

vince of Hanover, Germany, he could
scarcely have imagined that he would
eA'er arrive in Salisbury, North Caro-
lina.

"I have charming as well as terrible

memories," he says.

His home was in Einbeck, famous
for its beer even back to the days of
Luther. When he completed his

studies at the "gymnasium," his fam-
ily sent him to the University in Ber-
lin and then to Goettinsrer, which was
well known in math and medicine.

"They thought I was a dreamer.
'What will we do with him?' my par-

ents worried. 'For a merchantman he
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is too dumb. Let him become a doc-

tor!' " After he had graduated in med-
icine and "made my doctor's thesis—
cum laude— I think, I had to be an in-

tern in the University Hospital for

Nervous and Central Disorders."

While he was there the First World
War broke out "and I went, volun-
tarily, as every boy at that time did,"

serving as an Army doctor in Flanders,
France, Russia, never suspecting that
the country for which he fought would
turn on him because of a religion he
didn't even practice very assiduously.

After the war he was in charge of a
clinic for brain-damaged patients from
the war "until I settled down in the
little town of Nenndorf for general
practice around the countryside."

A country doctor in those days did
everything everywhere. "I made de-
liveries, that was the worst, on a table
in the kitchen, with two men holding

. . but that is now forgotten. A doc-
tor was on duty day and night. First

1 had a bicycle. Then I bought a car."

Fees were low and often unpaid but
money didn't matter. The life was
good. "I was an addict for tennis" and
there were friends and the countryside

was beautiful.

"We had no feeling" that some-
thing was wrong "to be Jewish. Our
forebears had lived in Germany for

200 years. We were Germans of Jew-
ish creed. We felt in the first place to

be Germans. At the University, when
some of my friends became Zionists,"

the ioke was that his only role as a
Zionist could be as "ambassador in

Berlin."

To Prison

"Until one fine morning there was
a knock at the door and I was led to

prison by two big great men from the

Gestapo."

That was 1937.

Hitler had been elected in 1933,

"but I was respected in the commun-
ity. We thought Hitler was too strict,

too abnormal, but we thought. "It

will not last long.' Most of the Jews,

therefore, did not leave the country

early enough. We thought, in a few
months, he will be gone with his mad
and erratic ideas ..."

He spent two years in prison.

"At that time we didn't know about

the concentration camps . . . Every

day we had 1 o minutes to walk around
in the prison yard and there were
many Jews. They were the first to tell

us they were beaten ..."

He was released in 1939 "because

my records were lost and they didn't

know what to do with me", But he
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Dr. Ernst Blumenberg

didn't know that until he returned to

Germany on a visit a year ago.

"I was shocked. I thought from what
ridiculous circumstances your life is

based. Sheer luck. Every week I had
to go to Gestapo and every wek they

said, 'You are still here?' They wanted
all the Jews to get out," but they had
taken his practice, his house, every-

thing and there was no money. Twice
friends got tickets for him to get out
but the first time the ticket was given
to someone else because he had to

leave by way of England and he
couldn't get to England. The second
time he got someone else's ticket and
got a spot on an Italian liner.

"The Italians hadn't made up their

mind yet which side to be on. We
cruised for days on the open seas until

the captain got the message to go to

Shanghai. The ship was used for

troops and we were put there like . . .

Oh, God, oh God . . .

"The Italians made a business out

of taking Jews, people from all over

Europe, all to Shanghai. To go to the

US you had to have an affidavit from
friends or relatives and I had none . . .

nor did thousands of others who
escaped Hitler by going to China. All

those who failed to get out were killed,

including all of Dr. Blumenburg's
family.

In Shankhai the local branch of the

American Joint Distribution Commit-
tee had made an old edifice into a
camp.

"There were 100 in one room most-
ly. The first evening I got so sick. We

European doctors, what did we know
of tropical diseases. I had 104 tem-

perature and I thought, 'now you have

arrived and you should die here?' But

the next day I was well. I had just

eaten sausage that was spoiled."

From the camp he found a room in

which to live. "I tried to find one that

reminded me of Germany and I did.

In the evening there was a bird sing-

ing .. ."

But he had scarcely moved in before

he was robbed. Fortunately they left

my papers."

But even the robbery didn't crush

him.
"Goethe says without leichtsinn you

cannot live. What does it mean?" He
rifled through a worn English-Ger-

man dictionary.

"Thoughtlessness, maybe. Or levity.

Strangely enough I just lived. I didn't

think of the next day. They had
founded a little hospital and offered

me there a job. That was my luck, too.

All the other men couldn't find work.

The women could. They went into

the factories, into the bars, but the

men ... I practiced among the refu-

gees. There were about 1 3,000 of them
at the time. Then came the war, the

Japanese, and we were told the Ger-
mans had sent gas chambers," but if

they did, the Japanese didn't use them
"To make the gesture, they put us

in a ghetto again, where the Chinese
had put ammunition, and the prisons.

What prisons. They were full of lice

and the people got typhus and died.

"I remember yet the first American
bomber that came. Many died then,

but we were glad they were coming.
We greeted them with great joy

though they killed a lot of people. We
thought this was the beginning of the

end."

"Disease was terrible. There was
everything, cholera, dysentery, and the

people died like flies. We couldn't

fight it enough. We didn't know how
and we didn't have medicine, no sulfa,

no penicillin, no modern weapons like

now."
He left Shanghai after the war, in

1949, when the German quota and an
American officer he's never met made
it possible. The American officer sign-

ed affidavits of responsibility for him
and many others to come to this coun-
try.

"The good things always occur from
the back door. In Germany, you
couldn't deliever packages through
the front. So it is with luck. It comes
from behind." He landed in San Fran-
cisco where there was a committee
arranging for people and finding oc-

cupations.

"But they didn't know what to do
with me. I was 62 years old. I could

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Conversion

Why do people convert from one
religion to another? How sincere
is the change? How does it affect

their lives and their families? A
new study by Rabbi Albert I.

Gordon sheds new light on the
dilemma.

The word "conversion" has two dis-

tinct and equally valid meanings. It

is used, most frequently, to describe

"the process by which a person comes
to adopt an all-pervading world view
or change from one perspective to

another. It denotes a major discontin-

uity in behavior—a drastic shift in

orientation of his valuation of reality."

William James defined the term as

"a process, gradual or sudden, by
which a self, hitherto divided and
consciously wrong, inferior, or un-
happy, becomes unified and conscious-
ly right, superior, and happy in conse-

quence of its firmer hold upon re-

ligious realities."

Such a conversion may best be de-

scribed as "inner conversion." As a

consequence of a newly acquired sense

of unity and integrity of the spirit

that results from having "found God"
once again, the convert is said to be

"twice-born." In addition to his physi-

cal birth, he has acquired a rebirth in

a spiritual sense. His view of life, his

values, attitudes, and behavior have
changed. Conversion is a process, con-

tinuous and ongoing. It brings about
a change from one set of values to

another, when old values are discard-

ed and new goals, centered in God,
become, for the convert, "the wav, the

truth, and the life." Such a conversion
is generallv regarded as a "religious

experience." i.e., a response to what is

experienced as "ultimate reality."

Inner conversion is common to all

faiths, including Tudaism and Chris-

tianitv. The word "conversion," then,

means "to turn, or to change." It

implies that the convert's movement
is in a new direction, awav from one
course, toward a new direction.

Inner conversion has always been

of concern to religionists and, later,

to psychologists, each seeking to dis-

cover the very nature of the process

by which it takes place; to understand,

as well, the factors that impel men to

convert, to become "twice-born."

There is, however, another kind of

conversion, equally ancient and re-

corded on the pages of history. It is

the formal act of identifying oneself

with a religious faith which has a set

of values, attitudes, beliefs, and prac-

tices other than those originally ad-

hered to. It is a conscious moving from
one organized religion to another. In

contradistinction to inner conversion,

which generally occurs within the or-

iginal church setting, this form, "ec-

clesiastical conversion," involves a

complete shift in allegiance to another
and different faith. It may involve an
entirely new set of values and a com-
pletely new way of life.

Unlike inner conversion, ecclesias-

tical conversion is seldom a sudden

act. It is rather, most often, the con-

sequence of a gradual, almost im-

perceptible process. It involves not

a "return" to the religion of one's

youth and family but a break awav
from the past and the declaration of

a new allegiance. The change from
one religion to another need not, as

we shall see, necessarily imply the

heightened emotional or psycholog-

ical experiences that atre generally

associated with "inner" conversion.

The convert who moves from one
faith to another need not be "twice-

born" nor need he now put religious

ideas in the central place in his life.

His reasons for conversion, as we
shall see, may be the consequence of

motives that have little, if anything,
to do with strengthened or renewed
religious feelings.

In addition to reasons associated

with marriage, the change from one
religion to another may begin as a

consequence of dissatisfaction, emo-
tional or rational, with some phase of

the religion in which one has been
reared. It may result from some un-

happiness with parents or with their

ways. It may grow out of a coolly

calculated plan to break all ties with
an unhappy past by formally identi-

fying with the new religion.

Nervous or mental disorder too

may play a role in causing a person

to change his religion, as may the

turbulent psychological changes that

are associated with puberty and ado-

lescence. Psvchic causes also may help

to create the desire (and need) to

identify with a different religion.

Misfortune in one form or another,

ranging from a great cosmic calamity,

a war, or social disaster to a purely

personal loss or sense of loss, includ-

ing a loss of faith in God, may be
the factor that triggers the determi-

nation to shift allegiance from one
faith to another. The decision to

change religious affiliation may, on
occasion, be due to an unpleasant ex-

perience, real or fancied, that the

proselyte has had with rabbi, priest,

or minister. The efeeling that his

clergyman is a "hypocrite," dishonset

intellectually, unethical, or immoral,
is recorded in several of our inter-

views with converts.

It is clear that there is no single

factor that ultimately brings about ec-

clesiastical conversion. The factors

vary with the individual and his

background, experiences, knowledge,
emotional stability and temperament,
religiosity, and a host of other causes.

It is equally clear that some form of

conflict, mental or emotional, is as

much involved in ecclesiastical con-

version as in inner conversion. There
is always a crisis — some moment in

which a conflict situation needs to be
resolved. This holds true even for

those persons who change church or
synagogue affiliation to marrv. The
crisis situation involves a major de-

cision on which one's future happi-
ness is believed to depend.

History too has recorded many in-

stances where, in the interest of at-

taining full, first-class citizenship with

its many opportunities, social, educa-

tional, cultural, and political, mem-
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bers of minority religious groups for-

mally accept the religion of the ma-
jority. Many Jews in Germany in the

nineteenth century are known to have

used this means to gain their desired

ends. The reasons for changing from
one religion to another are varied in-

deed, as the forty-five converts whose
experiences I report in this volume
make clear.

These ecclesiastical converts, from

all parts of the country, vary in age

from sixteen to sixty-five, men and

women, most of them married over a

period of many years, many with chil-

dren of their own. None of these con-

verts made the decision to change to

a different religion suddenly. In all

instances, these converts appear to

have arrived at their decision grad-

ually Some indicated that questions

and doubts concerning the validity of

their parents' religion began in their

early childhood; others report that

their questions arose during adoles-

cence. But most of these converts

stated that their thoughts turned in

the direction of ecclesiastical conver-

sion at the time when they determined
to marry a person of another and dif-

ferent faith. Such conversion appears
to have little or nothing to do with
the inner struggle away from sin., evil,

penitence, or even the striving after

righteousness.

The exact number of inner and ec-

clesiastical conversions that take place

each year is unknown. Neither Jews
nor Catholics nor Protestants keep
such records. Insofar as Protestantism

is concerned, its greatest emphasis
has been placed upon "inner conver-

sion." Here, in most instances, evan-

gelical efforts are expended by the

church and its many denominations
to reconvert the "fallen away" within
Christianity. Such efforts, generally

associated with the evangelical work
of such men as Billy Graham in our
day and a host of "minor league"
evangelists, fail to provide thoroughly
reliable statistical information. They
fail, too, to indicate how many of the
most recent "inner conversions" are

"repeaters," men and women who
have fallen from grace once or many
times before, only to return again as

"twice-born men." Little reliable in-

formation is available about ecclesi-

astical converts either from the Na-
tional Council of Churches or from
Hebrew Christian organizations
whose basic function is their "mis-
sion to the }ews."

Although the Roman Catholic
Church provides statistics with respect
to the number of converts to Catho-
licism annually, there is reason to

question the accuracy of these figures

because the meaning of "conversion"
is not sharply defined. The 1964 Di-
rectory states that there were 123,-

986 converts to Catholicism in the en-
tire country, the Directory for 1966
totals were 123,149. The two major
sources of these ecclesiastical converts
were Protestantism and Judaism.

The Jews too have no official re-

cord of ecclesiastical converts to Ju-
daism. Various estimates, each based

on surveys and studies made by in-

dividuals, suggest that those converts

who formally identify with Judaism
are accepted by Reform or Conserva-

tive Judaism with only a handful en-

tering the Orthodox group. Ortho-

dox Judaism looks with disfavor up-

on accepting converts, particularly

when the reason for conversion is gen-

erally believed to be, in. at least ninety

percent of the cases, the desire to

marry a Jew.

Eichhorn, on the basis of a 1963
study, has estimated that the number
of non-Jews who are being converted
to Judaism annually is between 2,-

000 and 3,000. Of these, he believes

that 95 percent come to Judaism be-

cause of marriage.

Rabbi Daniel L. Davis reported

that during the decade 1954-64, 16,-

000 persons converted to Reform Ju-

daism. He estimates that 90 percent

of these converts planned to marry a

Jew or Jewess. Data gathered be-

A recent report of a national commission
pointed out that the country is divided be-
tween the two races—white and black.

Living in an age "more curious than devout," wherein suc-

cess is conventionally measured in numbers, it is almost other-

worldly to suggest the radical thought that there are some

things that canno be calculated in terms oi stastics. As

rabbi, I am dealing with intangibles, with religious and emo-

tional matters. As such, I must determine my success or failure

with a spiritual yardstick appropriate to the nature oi my
calling.

Have I tilled a vacuum in American congregational life?

Has my mere presence afforded psychological security to my
members? Have I brought comfort to the bereaved, a sympa-

thetic ear to the frustrated, and insight to the confused? Have
I enhanced the simchos of my congregants? Have I imparted

knowledge and information to the uninformed, self respect to

the depressed, and public recognition to the Jewish community?
Through my ministry, did our congregation function smoothly?
Was there a daily minyun whenever someone wished to attend?

Were the Sabbath and Festival Services inspirational, warm,
and dignified?

Have I always been available when needed, no matter what

the time or the circumstances? Recognizing the primacy of

ex hominum arguments, have I personified the prophetic ideals

and the Jewish values I profess? Have I influenced individuals

to become better Jews and better human beings because of the

contagion of my personality? Have I planted seeds of Jewish

thinking and Jewish religious observance in others? As a pur-

veyor of Jewish tradition, have I inspired someone to follow in

He whose wisdom exceeds his deeds is like a tree

whose branches are many but whose roots are few.

Unlike a physician or den-
tist who in a very short time
can reap the fruit of his

Thus, I feel that

working with individuals as

compared to "group sermon-
izing" is more rewarding.

From an overall point of

view, the rabbinate has been
a rewarding experience to

me. I credit this to the fact that the number of congregations

I have served has been rather limited and my primary experi-

ence has been with my present congregation which I have now
served for nearly twenty-two years. The people have been ex-

ceptionally cooperative and most devoted to the temple and its

functions.

We are all prone to judge the Rabbinate by our own ex-

perience, and mine has been most pleasant. Too, another cri-

terion is a Rabbi's own point of view as to the area and order
of importance such as attendance at services, religious education
of the children, adult Jewish education, charity and general
interest in Jewish national and international affairs.

Many rabbis judge their success or failure in the rabbinate
by the numbers filling their pews; I do not.

One succeeds or fails onlv in terms of standards of achieve-

ment which have been set for a particular task. In the field of

the rabbinate, the primary work is that of the teacher, the inter-

preter of Judaism to the congregation. It is only incidental,

though useful, that the rabbi may be called upon to explain or

interpret the meaning of Judaism and/or the Jewish People,

to individuals other than his own congregation — to non-Jews,
let us say. There is the additional opportunity of being humanly
useful as counselor, guide and friend. I put at minimal impor-
tance the services one performs as officiant at weddings, brises

and the like.

What then is success within the framework of the tasks to

which a rabbi must ordinarily address himself? Have I helped

more strongly to integrate the esprit-de-corps of my congrega-

tion? Have I managed somehow to represent within my person

a cohesive force around whose symbolism the varied congrega-

tional interests can be, and in fact are, bound together in com-
mon cause? Have I given to my congregants the sense of Jewish
historic continuity as well as the sense of relationship to con-

temporary Jewry the world over? Have I brought into the
ambience of their personal lives the sense that Judaism is rele-

vant to life, that our sole concern is not merely to exist, to

surpive, to continue meaningfully, but also to share in the social

ferment of our times? If I have not been able to effect wide-
scale involvement in critical social/moral issues, have I at least

been able to create an atmosphere of acceptance of social
change? Have I been able to help tie together more effectively
school, congregation and community? In short, have I, as rabbi,
been able to help create an informed, committed, sharing con-
gregation?

In whatever way I am regarded by these men, women and
children who have been good enough to want me to be their

rabbi, have I been of help in time of crisis? Have they found
in both my listening silences and in my words some source of
guidance? Have I enhanced their moments of joy with dignity
and even with beauty? Have I been for any of them a "presence"
which, just by being there, somehow brings a dimension of
security into their lives?

I do not really know how to answer all these questions. I can
only hope that to some small degree I have been something of
all that is referred to above. If not all, then at least part. One
cannot always try to be so much of what is needed. I can only
pray that I am some part of what is needed.

Have I succeeded as a rabbi? T don't know. I earnestly hope
I have.

I am being invited to indulge in a Yom ha-Din — a personal

"Day of Judgment." This is poor Jewish practice. Isn't one

Yom Kippur a year enough?

To attempt to answer this question I must ask myself first

whether I have succeeded as a man. Isn't this the essence of our

faith — for rabbi as well as layman?

It is tempting to stop here — begging the question. I could

render a quantitative answer adding up the number of Bar and
Bat Mitzvot I have trained, the weddings I have performed, the

eulogies I have delivered, the brissen I participated in, the sick

I have visited, the non-Jews I have converted, and even the

student-rabbis who took their light from mine. But shall I, like

Billy Graham, measure success by counting souls saved?

I could perhaps recall the indifferent Jews, the negative

Jews and the hostile non-Jews I had encountered — then I would
despair.

Can one honestly and objectively evaluate himself qualita-

tively? Who is to judge? And by what criteria? Mine? Someone
else's? Judaism teaches that only God judges.

Being a "Jewish Rabbi" as our uncomprehending friends

often say, and having gone through many "Yom ha-Din" has

taught me that the accounting will never be complete. I pray
that today and tomorrow, God willing, I can add to it.

In the college I was attending,

making a final break with the
xvorld that had spawned me
... In disgust with myself for

my weakness, that very day I

took off my yarmulke. . . .

I will never forget the day,

about six months later. I tried

to keep the change I had made
from my parents, out of re-

spect, out of not wanting to

hurt them. Each morning I

would go down to the old little

shul, and then come up a few
minutes later, as though I had
prayed. Finally the pressure of

the force grew too strong — I

decided to leave home. The
last day I went down, as usual,

to shul. I stayed there but a

minute, all alone, thinking . . .

And my father rushed in.

He was silent, and his face,

for the first time in his life,

was awful, terror stricken and
raging at once. I reached for

the Tephillin bag. He grab-

bed it from me. He opened it

and took out a piece of paper.

"I put this paper in the bag
three weeks ago," he shouted.

"If you would have been put-

ting on Tephillin you would
have noticed it and taken it

out . . . Three weeks . . . Three
weeks. Wha,t does it mean?
What are you doing down
here? . .

."

My face blanched. Stunned.

Paralyzed.

But then it all came to me
at once. All the years, all the

anger, the constant exhorta-

tions, enforcement, the what
I must do, the dictatorship

that both of us were under, the

dictatorship of the past, my
father as much a victim as I,

the fear of change, the ridicule

of any Jew who did not ob-

serve the commandments, the

lack of feeling, of understand-

ing . . . Respect, hesitation,
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fear, tact ... all were swept
away by hatred, for the system
that would not change, for the

tradition that imprisoned my
father — and into which he
wanted to imprison me . . .

"No. I didn't put them on,"

I shouted. "And I won't put
them on until I decide I want
to put them on. I won't be
forced."

My whole body trembled,

and I saw my father shaking,

shuddering with emotion.
There was nothing else he and
I had in the world except each
other, we would die for each
other, our whole lives were
dedicated to each other . . .

And here we were, two mighty,

stubborn men, each staggered

by the terrible words we had
said and heard . . . Paralyzed
in love and hatred, hatred for

ourselves, hatred for each
other — and hatred for the law
that made us dangerous to

each other . . .

"Ben Sorer U' moreh," he
shouted, running away in fear,

anger, anguish. It is a dreadful
epitath from the Bible, mean-
ing "Rebellious, black hearted
son." Its connontation was
dreadful.

I felt nothing. Just an over-

whelming need to leave, the
house, the shut, the world it

bespoke. . . .

The truth i sthat this did
not happen many, many years

ago . . . But enough time has
elapsed since that terrible

time, about two years, for me
to sit and think, walk and
think, to discover about my-
self, about the world, to re-

view the past, to look forward
to the future. And to ask, what
does Judaism mean to me?

Something? Everything? No-
thing?

It is a clash of head and
heart. My head, my reason,

tells me that I am a product, a

victim, of a narrow parochial

world, sheltered and myopic.

My head tells me: be bold,

don't be afraid to break from
the past. . . .

But my heart speaks another

language. My heart warns me.
My heart tells me that to cut

myself off from the past means
I am cutting the roots of my
life source. It whispers to me
at night when I cannot sleep

from worrying and wondering,
that every limb and every vein

in me is stamped Jew and Jew-
ish tradition. The blood it

pumps is not just blood but

Jewish blood. And so . . .

"My head tells me:

don't be afraid to

break from the past . .

.

But my heart speaks

another language. . .

The conflict stands. Neither

head nor heart can be denied.

Lnough of faith remains me to

realize that such a dilemma is

not an accident. The struggle

for faith that I must fight is

not mine alone. It reflects, it

expresses, the world I was born
to. I have never met a Jew in

whose heart I did not see a re-

flection of my own question-

ing. And that is why I choose

to become an editor of a Jew-
ish magazine. My struggle is

our struggle — yours and mine
— perhaps together we shall

find the light.

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The Dream Of Brook

Brooks Hays was born
August 9, 1898 near Russell-

ville, Arkansas. Politics and
public affairs played major
roles in his home life, so it

is not surprising that his ca-

reer early turned to these

fields. His first active part

in politics came shortly af-

ter he graduated from law

school in 1922 and helped

manage his father's cam-
paign for the same Congres-

sional seat he himself was
later to win. The campaign
was unsuccessful, but it pre-

pared young Hays for the

vigorous campaigns he later

waged for state and federal

offices. That same year he
was elected to his first po-

litical party position. Secre-

tary of the Arkansas State

Democratic Convention, the

youngest man ever to hold

that position.

He was educated to Rus-
sellville public schools, re-

ceived his bachelor of arts

degree from the University

of Arkansas in 1919 and his

bachelor of laws degree from
George Washington Univer-
sity at Washington, D. C. in

1922. He holds honorary de-

gress of doctor of laws and
doctor of humanities.

When only 29, Hays
sought the Democratic nom-
ination for governor of Ar-

kansas. In a field of seven

candidates, including the in-

cumbent and his closely

knit organization he finish-

ed second. Two years later

he again ran for governor,

and although he drew far

more votes, again was the

runner-up. His first success

in a statewide primary came
in 1932, when he was elect-

ed Democratic National
Committeeman, carrying 73
of the state's 75 counties. He
was reelected to the post in

1986.

During his years of law
practice and political acti-

vity in Arkansas, 'Mr. Hays
became intensely interested

growing, living, thriving syn-

agogues and temples, with ac-

tive, involved congregations.

I visited the High Point
community — which has about
100 families — a few weeks
back. Someone told me that

they had recently erected a

new synagogue and I was in-

terested in seeing what it look-

ed like. I expected to find a

nice little brick—or even wood
building. After all, how big

can such a community hope to

build?

Someone drove me there. I

was speechless. They hadn't
built just a synagogue, they

had built a palace! A stunning
building, framed by lovely

grounds, repleate with art-

work and ultra-modern design.

I was in Jacksonville. It

turned out to be the night that

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layes-Justice For All

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in social work and became
a recognized authority on
farm tenancy in the South.

In 1937 he was called to

Washington to assist in a

legislative program under
which tenant families could

become independent farm
owners. He considers his as-

sistance in drafting the

Bankhead-Jones Farm Ten-
ant Act to be one of the

most gratifying incidents in

his legislative career.

He has long fought for

the extension of education-

al and economic opportun-
ities for Negroes in the

South and has taken active

part in inter-racial organi-

zations. After coming to

Congress in 1943 he contin-

ued his interest in that com-
plex problem. In an address

on the floor of the House
on February 2, 1949—prais-
ed by some Southern edi-

tors as a historic utterance

—he outlined the Arkansas

Plan to extend full civil

rights to minority groups
without raising serious con-

stitutional questions or cre-

ating bitter sectional reac-

tions. His constructive work
on civil rights legislation

accounted for his appoint-

ment to the Platform Com-
mittee of the Democratic
National Conventions in

1952 and 1956. It was this

interest that led him to ar-

range the Newport Confer-

ence between Governor Or-

val Faubus and President

Eisenhower at the end of

the Fittle Rock School de-

segregation crisis in 1957.
This was the principal issue

in the eight day campaign
which resulted in his de-

feat in November of 1958
for re-election to a ninth

term of office as Represen-

tative of the Fifth Congres-

sional District of Arkansas.

Mr. Hays is a well-known
churchman. In 1951 he re-

ceived the annual Layman's

hardly manage the language. And
then someone said, "There is a state

hospital in Marion, Va. They look

for doctors.' I wrote to them and they

took me. They hired me as an orderly

but occupied me as a doctor because I

had to pass examinations. I made $95
a month as an orderly and studied at

night. When I came to Richmond,
Va., to take the examinations and
there were 1 50 young fresh nice boys
there — then I felt really as a displaced
person."

When he passed his examinations,

they put him on the staff as a doctor

and — for the first time — he married
a widow with two small daughters

whom he had known in Shanghai.

"In this country, a bachelor doesn't

count for much anyway. You have to

be married and you have to belong
to a church."

He stayed there until 10 years ago
when he joined the staff of the VA
Hospital here.

"'My luck," he says, "was I was a

doctor and I could always work. In
life it is so. You can be what you want,
but a lot of just sheer dumb luck is

necessary, believe me. And to worry
about the trifles is ridiculous."

It is strange that his present job

should be with psychiatry. "In 1916
thev wanted to make me a psycho-

analyst but I said I was not neurotic

enough myself."

America, he thinks, is unique. "It

is freedom. We are accepted. People
are friendly, understanding, helpful.

They are not hateful. Life has made
an experiment. Hitler thought there
must be a pure race to be a super race.

Here is a mixture of all the nations
of the world, and it is the best. The
pearl of truth is growing slowly, but I

think the present low of American
reputation will pass. And here in

America you have the same things as

all the other countries, but better.

The mountains like the Alps, the
lakes, the sports, the art, the enormous
talent of the people . .

."

And what has kept him young and
healthy and working?

"It is still an absolute mystery why
some people live long and some don't,

but I think regular exercise plays a

"Refugee',' he says, "is a word that
is so deep and so heavy that only one
who has gone through it can under-
stand it. But the human race is tough.
They still survive," and, he believes,

will survive, just as the Jews have sur-

tween December 1963 and December

1964 showed that 295 persons had

registered for classes in conversion

sponsored by the Reform movement
—of these, 205 were women and 90
were men. Of these, 170 were Ro-

man Catholics, 21 described them-

selves only as of Protestant origin; 20

were Methodists, 18 were Lutherans;

12 were Presbyterians, and the re-

mainder were divided among other

Protestant denominations. An ealier

(1954) study by Eichhorn estimated

that 2,500 non-Jews were converted

to Judaism annually. About 70 per-

cent of converts to Judaism become
Reform Jews, with about 25 percent

entering as Conservative Jews and the

remaining 5 percent formally affiliat-

ing with Orthodox Judaism.

Leaders of the three major religions

agree that ninety percent of the ec-

clesiastical conversions to each relig-

ion in these days result from the de-

sire to marry a person of another

faith. They agree too, that the num-
ber of such conversions is increasing.

Christianity in its two major forms is

a missionizing religion, and so be-

lieves that it has much to gain through

interfaith marriages where conversion

is involved. It is, however, not always

certain that such conversions always

lead to the establishment of "good"

Christian families and homes because

to many such converts the conversion

is only a means toward a particular

end, marriage.

Judaism has not actively sought

proselytes throughout its long history

and is, in the main, ambivalent in its

attitude toward conversion. Since

converts, regardless of racial, national,

or religious origin are, according to

its most Orthodox interpreters, to be
welcomed. Such persons are regarded
as "Righteous Converts." Yet, the

question of the utter sincerity of the

convert is not always readily ascertain-

able, for so much depends upon the

judgment of the rabbi whom the can-

didate approaches. Traditionally too,

there is the feeling that conversion

should take place "for its own sake,"

out of a love of Judaism and a desire

to identify with the Jewish people
and not for extrinsic reasons, among
which is the desired marriage of a

non-Jew to a Jew or Jewess.

Although the matter of "sincerity"

still plays a major role in the ultimate

decision that must be made concern-

ing the applicant, most Reform and
Conservative rabbis and a few Ortho-
dox rabbis today accept such candi-

dates, hoping that their judgments in

this respect are correct.

Ecclesiastical conversions are most
often the consequence of a gradual.
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often tantalizingly slow change in the

point of view of the convert. Emotions
play their role, not only in the case

of those persons whose reasons for

conversion are solely intrinsic but
also in those whose conversion is

largely motivated by love and the de-

sire for marriage.

This study of forty-five converts

leads me to believe that the vast ma-
jority of all ecclesiastical converts

have not had a religious experience.

There is seldom a "struggling away
from sin," as Starbuck puts it. Nor
is there a "striving after righteous-

ness." If these responses are evident

in any degree they are only incidental

to other objectives. If, as a conse-

quence of conversion, the convert

moves from a state of emotional con-

flict to a condition of inner peace, the

reason for the change may more often

than not be the result of a happy
marriage.

Ecclesiastical conversion is, I think,

a further indication that the individ-

ual in our day is often faced with
stresses and strains, anxieties and in-

securities that bespeak his loneliness

in our contemporary world. The in-

difference and dissatisfaction with
the religion of one's youth, the belief

that the church or synagogue in which
one has been reared has failed to speak
out clearly on the issues of our day
or that the God in whom one has be-
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lieved has somehow failed, appear to

have prompted many of the converts

to whom I have spoken, to lose what-

ever faith they ever had. Some turn

hopefully to another form of organiz-

ed religion, to church or synagogue,

with the hope of finding what they re-

gard as a solution to their problems
and a better understanding of the so-

ciety of which they are a part.

Others, disillusioned with all re-

ligion, accept the regimen of the

church or synagogue because, in a

world they view as morally relativis-

tic, they seek discipline and absolut-

ism. The dictates of the church or
synagogue will, they believe, provide
them with this basic need.

There are still others who are to-

tally indifferent to religion. If, as a

consequence of their desire for mar-
riage to a person of another faith,

conversion is expected or required
of them, the desired partner can be
easily accommodated through conver-
sion. "After all, what difference does
it make? One religion is as good (or
bad) as another."

If restlessness, anxiety, and indif-

ference increase within our society.

I venture to suggest that ecclesiastical

conversions will increase in the years

ahead. For those to whom religion

means much as well as for those to

whom it means little, conversion will

prove to be a way out.

As Gordon W. Allport has pointed

out,

Like a pebble dropped into a

quiet pool of Water, the act of the

individual radiates out in an ever-

widening circle, influencing and af-

fecting families, groups, religious

bodies, and society in varying de-

grees. But there is always some ef-

fect, some reaction, however insig-

nificant and imperceptible it may

appear to be at the moment.

the universe is simply incompre-

hensible. Each of us wonders. We
do not understand the interrela-

tionships of the fragments we know
and because we are so anxious to

understand the nature of the uni-

verse and the meaning of life, it

seems to me that more and more
persons will turn to religions other
than their own for more satisfying

and relevant answers.

Conversion must, in some way or
other, affect the individual who is

converted. The experience of con-
version means, for him, not only the
weakening or breaking of certain ties

to family and friends. It means also

the establishment of new ties and new
relationships. The convert cannot
escape the consequences of these new
involvements. He pays a price for con-
version. The members of his family,

too, are affected by the conversion.
They may, as a consequence, be deep-
ly hurt and resentful, or, on the other
hand, they may derive great satisfac-

tions and happiness.

Conversion also affects the unity
and solidarity of two religious groups:
the one the convert leaves and the
one he enters, as Rubenstein has ob-
served. It weakens or strengthens
either one or both groups, depending
upon the qualities of heart and mind
that characterize the proselyte. In this
sense, the church or synagogue as re-

ligious institutions have much at stake
in their acceptance or rejection of can-
didates for conversion.

look for the answer in the land but in the people, the

Jews.

A mystery and a miracle. A young man sits in

Greensboro and his heart yearns for the hills of Judea.
His father came from Romania and his mother from
Poland, his grandparents from Russia and his an-

cestors from the four corners of Europe. He has never
seen Israel, never been near it. Two hundred life-

times, two hundred generations have passed, worlds
were built and destroyed since his family walked the
clay of the Holy Land. Why the love for Israel? Why-
is his heart bound in it? A mystery and a miracle.

And the mystery is in the people, who in death,
torture and the in horrors of a hated race in a dark,
murderous world, have nurtured the memory and the
hope and longing. Mi shama ka 'eleh? Has anyone ever
heard of such a thing? That a shattered nation remain
invincible, and a forgotten folk never forget?

The rabbis said that Israel is the center of the
universe, and Jerusalem the threshold of heaven.
Jacob's ladder, whose feet gripped the earth and whose
top pierced the heavens, stood on Mount Moriah, the
site of the Temple and its bittersweet memory, the
Western Wall. It was the same site where an angel
held back Abraham from the sacrifice of Isaac, and
God made a covenant with him and his children. For-
ever.

In the passion of the people of Israel and the land
of Israel — for the land yearns for the people as much
as the people yearn for the land — lies the mystery of
the Jewish religion, the secret of creation and the
promise of redemption.

For Israel is the cement of Jewish history, and
the foundation of the Jewish future and the corner-
stone of the Jewish present. For Israel is not a land but
an idea, an idea of eternity — eternity of a people, a
faith and a mysterious, everlasting covenant.

I would try to describe the

main problems of the Arab-Is-

rael conflict. The day-to-day

events reported in the head-

lines of the press don't neces-

sarily reflect the real problems.

An explosion in a Jerusalem
building, artillery fire ex-

changes along the Jordan
River, a terrorist gang captur-

ed in the vicinity of Nablus —
these are the by-products of the

disease, not their underlying
causes. As with every disease,

it is far more important to get

at its roots, than to treat its

external symptoms. The Arab-
Israel conflict goes back many
years. It has been played upon
and influenced by emotional
factors, by baser instincts fed

by religious and national pre-

judices

.

It isn't easy to distinguish

between the significant and
the trivial in the Middle East

— unless one has an intimate

knowledge of the region — un-

less one follows closely the

course of events there, day by

day and even hour by hour.

The striking characteristic of

of the conflict is that the op-

ponents are totally dissimilar

in their final aims. Each of the

two parties to the conflict

seeks entirely different goals.

The aim of the Arab States

is Israel's destruction. Israel's

aim is peaceful accommoda-
tion of itself in the Middle
East. One side strives towards

a situation in which the other

side is to be eliminated; and

the other side seeks to secure

its mere existence, in peace

and tranquility. In this re-

spect, I know of no other con-

flict in the world comparable

with the Arab-Israel conflict.

There are a great number
of conflicts and wars going on
in the world today. Some of

these arise from territorial dis-

putes, others from disputes

over forms of government and
regime. Some arise from the

will of one people to conquer

and dominate its neighbors.

But a situation in which one

nation or group of nations

seeks to wipe out entirely its

adversary is unique to the

Arab-Israel conflict. The ulti-

mate aim of the Arabs is ex-

termination. Therefore, as

long as this aim has not been

achieved, they have to decide

about an intermediate policy.

They choose the policy of non-

acceptance and non-recogni-

tion of Israel. Recognition, ac-

ceptance of Israel would be

fundamentally in contradic-

tion with their declared ulti-

mate aim.

Some of their leaders still

believe that this is the stage of

laying the necessary ground-
work for the future. For the

past twenty years we have wit-

nessed an Arab policy of de-

liberately ignoring Israel's ex-

istence. Some may consider

what I have said at best as ex-

aggerated, at worst as biased,

subjective propaganda. They
might ask, is it possible today,

in the mid-20th century, to

destroy a nation? How is it

possible that any state in our
day and age could harbor so

reckless a purpose?

The experience of Jewish
history has previously shown
us how such a thing is possible:

It is only 30 years since the

Jewish people witnessed what
was perhaps the most awful
tragedv even in our long his-

tory. We saw how a demented
dictator came to power in a

great European nation, with
its historic culture and tradi-

tions, and harbored just such
a purpose — and carried it

out. Some may remember the

voices saying then that such
a thing could never happen.
Manv, many people, Jew and
Oentile alike, would not be-

lieve the reports when they

first began to trickle through,

of the elaborate machinery of

systematic genocide set in mo-
tion. The reality turned out

to be even more terrible than

the reports. Six million were
destroyed, methodically.

Because they were Jews; be-

cause as their luck had it, they

didn't even have the chance to

stand and fight back effective-

ly-

It might be said that this

could only happen under a

Hitler, in the demented re-

gime of Nazi Germany, that

it could never happen again. I

shan't go as far back as 1948,

only back to the second half

of May 1967. The armed
forces of Egypt, Jordan, Syria

and Iraq had concentrated

along the length and breadth
of Israel's borders. Hundreds
of thousands of Arab troops

were ready for battle, armed
with the latest military equip-

ment, tanks, planes, artillery

and all the other weapons of

destruction. The noose around
our necks tightened. The plan

was perfect, but the victim re-

fused to cooperate, was de-

termined to survive, to prevent

his own destruction.

Do we need to apologize for

1 oiling our intended assassins?

Can there be any doubt about

what would have been our fate

if the Arab armies had trium-

phed? — about what would

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Israel is soon to mark its

twentieth anniversary, and this

will be an occasion for special

celebration because in the last

year the people of Israel have

repelled a threat to their very

existence.

That threat loomed darkly

on Israel's nineteenth birth-

day. On that very day, Presi-

dent Nasser of Egypt began to

mass his troops in the Sinai

peninsula. He was acting on a

false report that Israelis were

mobilizing to attack Syria.

The United States swiftly told

Nasser that there was no truth

in the report. But, ignoring the

advice of both the United
States and the UN, Nasser ex-

pelled the United Nations

Emergency Force and closed

the Straits of Tiran to Israel

navigation — an action which
made another round of Arab-

Israel fighting inevitable.

The Russians bear a heavy

responsibility for the Arab dis-

aster. They have long backed
the Arabs with economic, dip-

lomatic and military support.

They became more aggressive

prior to the June war, chal-

lenging the U.S. Sixth Fleet's

dominance in the Mediter-

ranean and seeking to extend
their influence in Yemen,
Aden and South Arabia.

They were spurred on by
the baiting of Communist
China and by fear that the re-

verses suffered by their pro-

tegees in Ghana and Indonesia

would be duplicated in Cairo
and Damascus. They were
worried by the reckless terror-

ist tactics of the Syrian Baath-

ists who were waging a fron-

tier war against Israel and
screaming for Israel's instant

destruction. It is widely be-

lieved that the Russians urged
Nasser to put his troops in

Sinai in order to bring pres-

sure on Israel's southern fron-

tier and thus deter the Israelis

from any move against Syria.

For all this, Russians must
accept blame. But did they

really want the Egyptians to

attack Israel? Apparently they

did not foresee the conse-

quences of their counsel.

When the Russians came to

appreciate the danger they

tried to stop Nasser. For, in

the ensuing debacle, the Rus-

sians suffered a disaster. The
left-wing Arab states, armed

and equipped by Moscow,

were routed. The Russians

themselves did not intervene

to save Nasser and it will take

a long time before the Arabs

forget and forgive the Krem-

lin's failure to come to their

rescue.

It is to erase this memory
that the Soviet Union rehabil-

itated the arsenals and armies

of Egypt, Syria and Iraq and

provided thousands of Soviet

instructors and technicians to

train them.

The Russians failed the

Arabs on the diplomatic front.

Premier Alexei Kosygin him-
self came to the United Na-
tions to try to force Israel to

withdraw from occupied ter-

ritories. But the United States

insisted that any withdrawal

must be in the context of

agreement and peace, and our
U.N. delegation refused to

join the Russians in their anti-

Israel pressure. The Soviet-

Arab bloc could not muster
the two-thirds majority need-

ed at the UN General Assem-

bly, and it is significant that

most of the countries where
there is freedom of public

opinion supported Israel's de-

mand for a settlement.

But the Russians are tena-

cious. Recently Kosygin told

Life Magazine that the United

States was "playing with fire"

by supporting Israel. He warn-

ed that U.S. prestige in the

Arab world has fallen and has

become "simply non-existent".

Kosygin's confidence that the

Soviet Union will win all the

Arabs away from us is the

nightmare which obsesses
those who have always deprec-

ated support for Israel out of

fear of Arab resentment.

His campaign is furthered

by those who exaggerate the

extent of Soviet propaganda

gains.

We should not minimize the

purpose and extent of the Rus-

sian offensive. Manifestly, the

Russians would like to sub-

vert U.S. and British influence

and power in the Mediterran-

ean, down the Red Sea and in

the Persian Gulf. They would
like to reduce the threat posed

by the Western military pres-

ence. They would like to pro-

mote campaigns for national-

ization and reduce the flow of

income from oil to Western
depositories and stockholders.

We must resist the Soviet

offensive, and, under no cir-

cumstances, should we appease

it at Israel's expense.

But the Arab cause has

many friends in this country

and their propaganda is effec-

tive. They argue that Israel

must be flexible and generous,

that the United States cannot
afford to lose the friendship of

the Arabs, that all the Arabs
will go over to the Soviet

Union, that the Russians have
won a great propaganda vic-

tory in the area because of our
attempt to force a peace settle-

ment.

The argument that we must
force Israel to retreat in order

that we might compete with
the Russians for Arab good-
will evokes painful memories.
In pre-Munich days, appease-

ment of the Arabs distorted

Western policy in Palestine

and many thousands of Jews
paid a terrible price. In the

1930s, the British feared that

the Arabs would go over to the

Nazis (as many did) and so

they limited and restricted

Jewish immigration and settle-

ment in Palestine, barring

escape for many Jews who
later perished in Hitler's death

chambers. After World War
II, the British again bowed to

Arab pressure, barred surviv-

ors of the Hitler camps from
Palestine and pushed them off

to Cypress.

At the UN in 1947, the U.S.

decided to support the estab-

lishment of a Jewish state be-

cause that is what the Ameri-
can people really wanted.

But then, in March 1048—
just 20 years ago — we re-

versed ourselves and attempt-

ed to set aside the UN parti-

tion resolution, as our U.S.

delegation called for a special

UN session and proposed trus-

teeship. It was futile and un-

realistic, but Arabs have never

forgotten how they were able

to pressure the United States.

In 1 957 we took a one-sided po-

sition. We forced Israel to

withdraw from Suez and Sinai

without a peace settlement and
on the basis of vague assump-
tions that the Straits of Tiran
and the Suez Canal would be
open to international shipping.

This, too, turned out to be a

disastrous blunder as we came
to realize last May, when Nas-

ser closed the Straits.

We have learned, over the

years, that when we go along

with the Russians and adopt a

pro-Arab posture at the UN,
it is the Russians who get the

credit. For the Arabs conclude
logically that we are forced to

compete with the Russians for

their favor.

Nothing is gained by this

kind of self-defeating tactic.

We cannot expect Irsael to

agree to accept a return to the

conditions which led to last

summer's explosion, because

of the hope of an illusory tac-

tical gain in the Cold War.
More important, it would be

wrong in principle. A princi-

ple of the UN charter is at

stake. Nations are obligated

to live at peace with other

other.

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Chapel Hill - Dr. Gary Smiley
Investigates Orthodontic Problems
A baby's mouth begins to

form during the fifth week of

pregnancy and begins to take

shape a week later, while the

embryo is still less than
inch long.

an

In the eighth week, two ver-

tical "palatal shelves" on eith-

er side of the mouth begin to

close. Normally, the shelves

elevate and fuse tightly at the

midline as they reach a hori-

zontal position, forming the

roof of the baby's mouth fthe

palate).

But in about one in every

800 babies, something goes

wrong. The palatal shelves do
not close properly. They either

fail to elevate, fail to fuse in

the midline after elevating or

after elevating and fusing they
then break apart.

The result is a cleft palate,

a hole in the roof in the

mouth. This condition often
affects tooth and speech de-

velopment, and the baby be-

comes a dental and surgical

rehabilitation problem.

Dr. Gary R. Smiley, an or-

thodontist in the Oral-Facial

Disorders Program at the Uni-
versity of North Carolina,

Chapel Hill, is a member of

the research staff of the Dental
Research Center whose efforts

are directed towards a better

understanding of aspects of

growth and development of

the head region.

Dr. Smiley's parents are Mr.
and Mrs. Harry Smiley of

Spartanburg, South Carolina.

He is married to the former
Sandra Lee Margolis, daugh-
ter of Mr. and Mrs. Irving' M.
Margolis of Williamston. They
have three children: Steven,

six; Karen, three and Suzanne,
one year old.

Dr. Smiley and his family

live in Chapel Hill and are

members of Judea Reform
Congregation in Durham.

"We're looking at the fine

structure of the palatal tissue

to see what happens at the mid-
line of the palate when it

fuses," Dr. Smiley explains.

DR. GARY SMILEY

"If the palatal shelves don't

join as they should, we want

to know why. Similarly, if

they do join and then break

apart, we want to know why."

Dr. Smiley subscribes to the

belief that only 30 percent of

the children with cleft palate

and cleft lip problems are vic-

tims of inheritance. The other

70 percent, he believes, are vic-

tims of environmental prob-

lems.

Environmental factors en-

compass drugs, vitamins, di-

sease and radiation which a

mother may encounter during
early pregnancy.

Mice are used in the re-

search here because the de-

velopment of the palate in

mice and in humans seems to

be similar.

In one of the strains of mice
in the study, the females do
not give birth spontaneously to

any offspring with cleft pal-

ates. But if the drug cortisone

is injected into the pregnant

females before the palate fuses

in the unborn mice, about 1

in every five baby mice is born

with a cleft palate.

In the other strain of mice,

the females naturally give

birth about 15 percent of the

time to offspring with cleft

palates. If cortisone injections

are given during early preg-

nancy, 1 00 percent of the baby
mice are born with defective

palates.

"With the strain in which
we can produce cleft palates

in all of the offspring, we're

able to study the defect before,

during, and after it develops,"

Dr. Smiley says.

"We're trying to study the

entire cranio-facial complex
(the head region) to relate the

amount, direction, and rate of

growth of various structures in

the two strains of mice."

Charlotte:

The public schools of

Charlotte - 'Mecklenburg
were in operation March

First, while I deplore

the scheduling of school

on our Sabbath, I am
grateful to the School

Board and Administra-

tion for making it clear

that Jewish children are

excused from Saturday
classes.

Therefore, one thing

we ought to do is be sure

that no Jewish child goes

to school on Saturdays. It

would be a Hillul Ha-
Shem — a public dishon-

oring of the Jewish her-

ritage — for any Jewish
child to be present.

This is true even if a

teacher chooses this Sat-

urday for an examination.
We might hope this will

not happen — but it has
happened, even on Yom
K i p p u r. Nevertheless,

even families that are less

than zealous in the nor-

mal observance of the

Sabbath must honor the
Sabbath this time, for the

sake of their own self re-

spect.

I quite understand that

the school system was

caught in a serious dilem-

ma, since it had not rec-

koned with this year's re-

peated snowfalls. How-
ever, this problem can be

avoided in the future by
shortening the winter va-

cation. If snow does not

fall enough times to re-

quire the use of all the

snow days provided in

this manner, the extra

time can be given the chil-

dren in the spring. We
can make our wishes

known.

All Federations in State

Population Explosion Plus Greater

Longevity Equals New Challenge

Whether you like it or not,

this article affects you, and all

who surround us. We, as in-

dividuals, can do nothing to

change the facts, but we can
collectively improve the status

of things to come.

We are now able to project

the population in the United
States to the year 1980. It is

interesting to note that two
Hgures are used for this pro-

jection; both based on dif-

ferent assumptions of fertility

(the "pill", etc.)

In 1900, the total United
States population was 76,100,-

000. Of this group, 3,100,000
were 65 or older. The antici-

pated population in 1 980 is

(1) 259,600,000 or (2) 245,-

700,000; depending on your
choice of figures. This reflects

a total population increase

over the 80-vear span of little

over 300%. The 65 plus group
is expected to number 24,500,-

000, demonstrating a popula-
tion increase in that group of

about 800% during the same
period. This latter figure

should not be affected by eith-

er total since it takes into con-

sideration the mortality rate of

the younger group. The speed
of growth in this older age
group is 2.7 times faster than
the combined total United
States age group gain. To dem-
onstrate in another manner,
bv 1980, the total rate of the

living "65 plus group" is ex-

pected to be 9>-V% times greater

than the total United States

population of 1900.

Adults Live Longer

Now what does this mean?—
It means more adults will live

longer. — It also means that

with longer life expectancy,

more and more preventive and
diagnostic medicine will and
must be practiced. The prime
goal being earlier detection of

chronic diseases, thus prevent-

ing massive deterioration and
complications.

North Carolina Jewish Home
Affected

What does this mean to the

North Carolina Jewish Home?
It means we must act and plan

now for the future. Within 1

2

short years in this United
States, we will have approxi-

mately seven million more po-

tential retirees. Of this seven

million, approximately 350,-

000 will require institutional

care while others will require

intermittent medical and some
protective care. Remember
that these figures are in addi-

tion to the number now re-

quiring care. Unfortunately at

this date, there is an inad-

equacy of qualified care facil-

ities. What will happen later?

Accelerated Planning
At the North Carolina Jew-

ish Home, plans are beina^ ac-

celerated to provide facilities

for more diversified care. This
will result in a complete cen-

ter for the care of the chroViic

ill and aging.

The present environment
will be surrounded by cottages,

efficiency apartments (club

residences) and a hospital

wing; the latter for the care

of the mentallv deteriorating

individual and those requiring

massive nursing care. The us-

ual services and utilities of a

small community will be pre-

valent in this complex.

In short, the North Caro-

lina Jewish Home and Hos-

The beginnings of Jewish history are basic
to Judaism as the collective faith of the peo-
ple. In the ritual the deliverance from bond-
age is repeatedly the frame of reference in
declaring the faith in divine providence and
love. Before there could be the Sinaitic reve-
lation, God had to be accepted by the people
as the source of freedom. Passover with its

symbols dramatises the earliest historic events
of the people and is a never-to-be forgotten
celebration of the first people dedicated to a
divine task because its freedom gave them
the opportunity to be thus blessed.

Similarly the Sabbath, at least in some of
its aspects, is the regularly consecrated day
for worship because Israel's beginnings were
in the historic event that gave it freedom.
Every observance expresses this lesson. The
biblical people is universal testimony to the
strength of the inspiration of its early history
in the struggle to survive, even in the most
unfavorable circumstances. Even the State of
Israel today, approaching the celebration of
the first two decades of its history, though its

essence is political like all modern states,

will do well to make possible in a greater
measure the assurance of undisturbed oppor
tunities for the young people in danger of
forgetting early Jewish history; to accept
more widely their identification with the re-
ligion.

One of the family's most

treasured heirlooms is a letter

of advice which was written to

Herman Cone, the first of the

family to come to this country.,

by his brother-in-law, Joseph
Rosengar t. It was the occasion

of Mr. Cone's departure, at

the age of 17, from his native

Germany to America in 1846.

Mr. Cone was the youngest

of twelve children. His mother
died when he was an infant.

The following is a transla

tion of the letter, which origi-

nally appeared in the Texto-

rian, a Cone Mills house or-

gan:

Place your full trust and

confidence in God who will

send his angels to guard you.

So, do not be discouraged, and

do not be afraid of leaving or

of the voyage, but consider

your fate a good fortune, de-

signed for you by God.

You may shed tears, because

you are leaving your parents'

house, your Father, Brothers

and Sisters, relatives, friends

and your native land, but dry

your tears, because you may

have the sweet hope of finding

a second home abroad and a

new country where you will

not be deprived of all political

and civil rights and where the

Jew is not excluded from the

society of all other men and

subject to the severest restric-

tions, but you will find a real

home land where you as a

human being may claim all

human rights and human dig

nity.

Be careful of your voyage

and pay attention to your

health as well as your belong-

ings. Avoid the company of all

people. Be modest and polite

to everybody. Thus you may
surely expect good treatment

for yourself.

Every evening and every

morning turn to God with

sincere prayers; do not be

afraid of anybody and do not

let anybody disturb your de-

votions. Even if some people

should make fun of you ai

first, they will understand la-

ter and show their respect.

I recommend to you the

faith of your fathers as the

most sacred and the most no-

ble.

Peace or War?

have happened to us if we had

been defeated? There is no

need to cite the Egyptian Pres-

ident's statements of May 26,

28 and 30. What he said was

quite clear and unequivocal.

It was said to the world at

large, over radio and televis-

ion. This was only 1 1 months
ago, and I am sure that all re-

member it well.

The developments leading

up to the Six-Day War were
sudden and dramatic. I doubt
whether anyone at the end of

April, 1967 could have fore-

seen an outbreak at the be-

ginning of June like that of

the Six-Day War. We might
well ask ourselves how so sud-

den a development was pos-

sible, and how it came about?

Its origin lies in the reality

with which we have lived for

the past twenty years, since

our Independence. The very

same developments which led

up to the Six-Day War can re-

peat themselves at any time, at

any moment — as long as the

policy of the Arab States re-

mains belligerency, and as long
as they remain unreconciled to

the fact of Israel's existence, as

long as their declared aim will

be the destruction of Israel.

Any real and sincere effort

to prevent war in the Middle
East must first of all address

itself to this problem. Israel

seeks peace, with all her heart,

but the basic condition for a

real peace is mutual recogni-

tion and a common under-

standing. These are the guid-

ing lines of Israel's every ac-

tion and policy. When we af-

firm our policy of direct nego-

tiations to settle all the prob-

lems at issue, this isn't some
stubborn insistence on one
particular course of tactic. Our
insistence is that negotiations

must be direct, between our
neighbors and ourselves,
whether it be in the presence

or under the auspices of the

U.N. representative. And this

is no pointless obstinacy. How
can real or lasting arrange-

ments be concluded in any
other way? The whole root of

the evil is the Arab policy of

non-reconciliation and non-
recognition.

Any international approach
acknowledging this Arab pol-

icy can only frustrate every

possibility of getting at the

roots of the Arab-Israel con-

flict. Any approach intimating

international approval or en
dorsement of Arab refusal to

recognize us, or allowing them
to evade the basic necessity of

reaching agreement with us di-

rectly — any such approach
will fail to solve the tensions

in the Middle East. It is not

the rights of a victor that we
are claiming.

All we ask and claim is rec-

ognition as an equal party, in

any solution. We have had our
experience of arrangements
made without direct negotia-

tion. In 1957. the Israeli De-

fense Forces evacuated the

Sinai Peninsula, on the

strength of inadequate inter-

national arrangements. An in-

ternational emergency force

was established, and thirteen

Maritime Powers guaranteed

free passage in the Straits of

Tiran. It took two days for that

emergency force to vanish

away. It is better to pass over

in silence what became of the

guarantee of the Maritime
Powers. All who really and sin-

cerely want peace must first

and foremost do nothing to en-

able the Arabs to evade the

basic essentials. Basic essen-

tials mean Arab settlement

with Israel of their outstand-

ing differences.

We are well aware of the fact

that the Arab-Israel conflict is

intricate and complex. But we
have had to fight three wars in

the last 20 years. While we
may have come out on the win-

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ning side, it isn't wars we want
but peace. I have been a sol-

dier all my life. I know how
cruel and harsh war is, with its

tragedy and bloodshed. The
Six-Day War may appear to

have been "a famous victory",

and indeed it was. Our 830
dead and about 3,000 wound-
ed may appear to have been

a small price to pay. In propor-

tion to the dimensions of the

war and the forces involved, it

wasn't a high price to pay for

our survival. But this is not

true in terms of any national

calculation. 830 dead is a high

proportion of our population.

Our casualties in the Six-Day

War were higher than the pro-

portionate total of United
States casualties in the Korean
and Viet Nam War put to-

gether. And this was all in six

days, not fifteen years. We do
not seek wars, even if we know
that we aren't going to be the

losers. What we want is to pre-

vent war, to deter our enemies
from aggression against us, in

the absence of peace.

Bitter experience has taught

us that the only way to prevent

war is through military, eco-

nomic and political strength.

We don't want anyone else to

fight our wars for us. Our citi-

zens are ready, able and pre-

pared to defend their lives and
protect our national existence.

The fact that the Arabs are 60
million and we 2 and a half

million doesn't alarm us. The
only thing that we ask of our
friends throughout the world
is to let us have the means, the

equipment to defend our-

selves.

The Arab States have the

backing of a Great Power.

This power has no inhibitions,

moral or otherwise, in its un-

limited support of the Arab
States. It is pouring an abun-

dance of weaponry, of very

high quality, into the Arab

States. They have thousands of

military advisors, instructors,

and technicians in the Arab
States. The Egyptian President

has told the editor of LOOK
Magazine that there are barely

one thousand. This is far from
the true figure, one of many
inaccurate statements in the

interview. The true figure is

double and even triple that.

The military presence of that

World Power in the Middle
East is an established fact. If

Alexandria and Port Said are

not described as military bases

of that power, it is a mere
matter of semantics. The per-

manent presence of that pow-
er's naval vessels in those har-

bors makes them bases in fact

if not in name.

The question which the

world must answer is whether

to support the cause of war or

the cause of peace, the cause of

negotiation and settlement or

the cause of non-recognition of

a nation's right of very exis-

tence.

I should like to express the

appreciation of my country for

the understanding and help

we have had from the

United States. I say so especial-

ly in regard of the United
States Government's efforts to

achieve a just and lasting peace

in the Middle East, a policy

set forward by President John-
son in his statement of June

19. 1967.

After 20 years of statehood,

Israel's struggle is still for her

very existence. But, we hope
and believe that peace will

come to the Middle East. The
road to it might be a long one.

We know that it would entail

sacrifice, suffering and heavy
burdens on us. We have no
other choice. It is our belief

that our cause is deserving of

the support of the nations of

the free world.

cyresses cling close to the road.

Here and there the boulders
show through the trees, and
rusted barbed wires spring out
of the earth. Then there are

rough cairns which may be
boundary posts but are more
likely to be memorials for dead
soldiers, and some of the larg-

er cairns have names inscribed

on them. Then suddenly at the

turning of the road, which
seems to be losing itself in a

green fairyland, for the forest

lies close and the shadows
move within it — there are

tour smashed armored cars.

There are bullet marks on
them, they have lost their

wheels, and they lie where they

lell. They have been painted

red to preserve them from rust

and some bear their original

numbers. They are hideous

and startling. They sprawl

there like obscene skeletons,

like the carapaces of animals

that died so long ago that we
no longer remember their

names. At that turning of the

road, under those pines, the

nppearance of the wrecked ar-

mored cars has the effect of an
hallucination. The fairy tale

has turned into nightmare.
The cars seem to be bleeding.

First the flowering lowlands,

then the green forest, then the

lonely heights.

For as suddenly as one en-
ters the forest, there is an end
to it. There is almost no warn-
ing. Suddenly the curtain rises

on what for the unsuspecting
traveler is the most dramatic
spectacle that Israel has to of-

fer. The shadowy forest is

over, the heavens open out,

and there is no longer any
earth — only a titanic ground
swell of naked rocks shaped
like enormous skulls all gray

and ocher and parchment-
colored, stretching, it seems, to

infinity. It is as though the

earth had exploded in a mul-
titude of volcanic bubbles,

which became petrified at the

moment when they were about
to burst. That prodigious nak-

ed landscape, boiling under
the sun, is the Judean wilder-

ness.
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The skies over the Judean
wilderness are a rich golden-

blue, never at rest. It is the

color of majesty, so ornate a

color that it seems almost ar-

tificial, as the frozen and pet-

rified billows seem articifial.

Once seen, that continual

flashing, that glinting as of

angels' wings high in the air.

is unforgettable. Having seen

it, you no longer wonder why
the prophets entered the wild-

erness and came out again with

revelations of God's presence.

After the Judean wilderness

even Jerusalem comes as an an-

ticlimax.

For Jerusalem is a small city,

like a child's toy lost in the

immensity of the wilderness.

The old city is like a square

fortress crowning one of the

bare, scalded hills, and the new
city leaps along the vallevs and
over the neighboring hills like

,i vine which pushes out at

random; and while both cities

have their own grandeur, noth-

ing made by human hands can

equal the grandeur of the wil-

derness.

Some people come back
just for our spoonbread.

And they come back for the feeling of being a guest in one of the great

houses of the South.

The Riots

and Jewish Merchants

by

Mollee Kruger

The Washington Jewish
businessman in the aftermath

of the April rioting finds him-
self increasingly caught up in

a nightmare of "damned if I

do and damned if I don't."

Arson, vandalism, and mu-
nicipal redtape continue to

plague those merchants whose
stores were located in the

forty-odd square blocks touch-

ed by civil disturbances follow-

ing the death of Dr. 'Martin

Luther King, Jr. It is no sec-

ret that large segments of the

Washington Jewish business

community are becoming
more and more discontent

with the fruits of police len-

iency shown in the recent riots.

"Upon arrival at my store

on Friday morning, April 19,"

says a Jewish businessman, "I

found it had been broken into

again, this time through a 12-

inch brick and cinderblock
wall. I called the police at 9
a.m. to get some assistance in

preventing a recurrence of

this, and as of 6:30 p.m., I had
not seen or heard from a po-

liceman. I am a law-abiding

citizen who pays more than my
share of taxes, being in the

liquor business, and I can't

get protection for my life or

property. I have been threat-

ened numerous times while

cleaning up the mess the riot-

ers made of my store. Twice

they told me, 'Don't bother,

Whitey, we're gonna burn it

anyway,' and 'Don't bother,

man, it's gonna be a long, hot

summer.'
"

Another merchant whose
store is located within walking

distance of the White House
complained of being hit by ex-

tortionists. "A man walked in

here yesterday and asked us if

we wanted to buy a picture of

Martin Luther King. 'Put it

in your window and they

won't hit you next time! He
wanted $25 for the picture. We
told him we didn't have a

window to put it in any more.

Another friend of mine, he
bought the picture. He figures

his taxes don't get him protec-

tion, maybe the $25 will."

It is not a pretty picture of

conditions in the nation's

Capital. While some Washing-
ton businessmen are experienc-

ing great difficulty in collect-

ing insurance to cover their

losses, others have been run-

ning into strangling red-tape

that involves storage and dis-

position of goods. Still others

face the threat of stiff city fines

for being slow in cleaning up
health and fire hazards left on
their property by rioters.

On the other hand, those
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who have succeeded in reopen-

ing their doors in the devasted

areas of Florida Avenue N.W.,

H St. N.E., and particularly

around 14th and 7th Streets,

re port countless break-ins,

daytime petty larcenies, and

fires. Washington police say

that calls of suspected arson

have been coming in at the

rate of 4 to 6 a night. These
blazes are centered in the pre-

viously damaged areas, which

in some places resemble the

bombed-out blocks of post-

war Hamburg.

phy has announced that 20 per
cent more foot patrolmen and
motor patrols would be as-

signed to the city. Murphy has

been under constant fire for

his moderate policies toward
looters during the Easter
Week riots.

Caught up in turmoil of

whether to be or not to be,

Jewish businessmen face a di-

lemma. Should he rebuild in

the same dangerous areas and
subject himself to possible

further losses? Should he with-

draw his sometimes long
established business and relo-

cate? Is anti-Semitism a grow-

ing factor among the black

sectors of the city, and if so,

how will if affect him?

It has been estimated that

less than half of the merchants
affected by the civil disturb-

ances are Jews. Nevertheless,

each day the Jewish commun-
ity hears a new story of per-

sonal loss and heartbreak. A
Jewish-owned furniture store

left unharmed in early April

by the rioting was burned to

the ground three weeks later

after several previous break-in

attempts. An immigrant who
escaped the gas chambers in

Germany was forced to close

his store because black milit-

ants stood in front of his busi-

ness and chased away custom-

ers. A businessman twenty

years at one location, collected

the insurance on his destroyed

stock, and now is looking for

a job with the Post Office De-

partment.

The fact that not all the

damaged businesses were Jew-
ish owned dispells the sweep-

ing generalization that anti-

Semitism is a key motivation

factor among Negroes. Non-
Jewish stores, including those

owned and run by blacks, were
equally affected. Nor does the

arguments of black revenue
against "exploiting Jewish
businessmen" hold water. The
absence of selectivity in burn-

ing is demonstrated bv the

kinds of stores that went down.
Ironicallv, certain stores

known for questionable credit

practices were not hit.

The Jewish owner of a

burned out TV rental store be-

lieves the shops hit hardest by
looting were those which car-

ried the best men's merchan-
dise. These stores, he claims,

were run by some of the most

reputable businessmen in the

city. His own store also belies

the "vengeance" theory.

"I've rented sets to the Ken-

nedys and the Johnsons," he
said. "I don't rent to people

in the ghetto, so why would
they burn me out? I'm like the

other businessmen in the ghet-

to: I didn't come down here

to exploit people: I came here

to run an honest, decent busi-

ness."

But whatever reason lies be-

hind the destruction, picking

up the charred pieces is a pain-

ful ordeal. For instance, of 380
liquor stores in the city, 150
were damaged during the dis-

turbances. Dealers have had
difficulties in returning liquor

to wholesalers. Many owners
whose boarded-up stores were
damaged want to rebuild and
wish to return liquor because

of lack of space. In some cases,

they have had to rent ware-

house space to store their in-

ventories during rebuilding

because a 1934 law prohibited

liquor dealers from selling

their goods to another licensee.

After much agitation and
hardship the ordinance was re-

laxed. Still, those dealers

whose stores were not damag-
ed during the disorders have
been turned down in their re-

cent requests to return some
of their inventories. They are

understandably nervous be-

cause they overbought during
a recent glass strike and now
think they are prime targets

for new looting.

Another bone of contention

among businessmen, Jewish

and non- Jewish alike, is the

city law which says, "Owners
of dangerous ruins left in the

downtown area must make
these buildings safe immedi-
ately or face a fine." Local

businessmen bitterly feel that

municipal apathy did not per-

mit the enforcement of law
and order, and therefore the

city should be the one to clean

Tip the ruins they allowed to

become unsafe.

The threat of a critical

shortage of insurance protec-

tion also affects the capital's

businessmen. The city is draft-

ing legislation enabling the

District government to prevent
cancellation of businessmen's

insurance policies solely be-

cause they exist in slum
neighborhoods. But the inef-

fectual city government, lack-

ing home rule and hamstrung

by Federal controls, is notori-

ously slow in effecting positive

changes.

Recognizing this, the Jewish

Community Council of Great-

er Washington, a group com-

posed of the religious and se-

cular leaders of the commun-
ity, has been pressing for relief

for small businessmen.

"The question nobody's

asking in the general commun-
ity," said Seymour D. Wolf,

community relations chair-

man, is 'what are these people

supposed to do'?"

Recently the Jewish Com-
munity Council drew up a list

of recommendations which it

sent to Mayor Walter E. Wash-
ington, the city's appointed

Negro mayor, and also to the

appropriate Federal authori-

ties. The Council urged

"Emergency approaches rather

than traditional approaches if

justice is to be done and our
city to be rebuilt."

The sudden and tragic

murder of Dr. Martin Luther
King. Jr., brought North Car-

olina to the brink of peril.

Violence flared almost instant-

ly in many of our cities. I im-

mediately summoned my staff

to the Executive Mansion to

deal with the developing con-

dition which brought fear and
destruction in its wake.

"The Crisis And The Gov-

ernor" was adapted from a

statement made by Governor

Moore a few days after the as-

sination of Dr. Martin Luther

King.

Contact was established with
various State agencies, includ-

ing the Highway Patrol, the

State Bureau of Investigation,

the National Guard and the

Good Neighbor Council

.

Highway Patrolmen were sent

immediately into several cities

to assist local officers in main-
taining order. When the need
become evident in Raleigh and
Greensboro, the National
Guard was ordered to send

units to assist.

Friday morning (the day
after the assasination. Ed.) all

State officials with responsibil-

ities in law enforcement met
witli me to evaluate the

seriousness of the situation

confronting North Carolina.

Contact was made by my of-

fice with officials of a number
of cities and towns to ascertain

circumstances and to reinform
local authorities of the estab-

lished procedure for obtain-

ing State assistance: the High-
way Patrol initially and the

National Guard when it be-

came evident that local author-

ities and the Patrol needed aid

in controlling incidents.

Early Friday afternoon, a

State command post was estab-

lished in Civil Defense head-

quarters in Raleigh. Repre-

.\entatives of my office, the

Highway Patrol, the National

Guard, the SBI and Civil De-

fense manned the office on an

around-the-clock basis. They
have responded to all local re-

quests for State assistance and
have continually re-evaluated

the situations in all cities and
towns which reported tension,

marches, or violence of any
type. In critical areas, this was
done every 30 minutes. I have

stayed at the command post

during key periods and have
maintained constant contact

with officials there.

assistance was evaluated by a

representative of the Highway

officer of the National Guard.
These reports were reviewed
by officials in the command
post and by me, and appropri-

ate assistance dispatched. In

addition to Raleigh and
Greensboro, units of the Na-
tional Guard were ordered to

Goldsboro, Wilmington, Wil-
son and Durham. The final

decision to call out the Guard
is mine, and in every case this

was only done at the request
of the Mayor and on the basis

of the best information avail-

able that this was absolutely

necessary to protect life and
property. A total of 4,637
guardsmen were committed in

these cities. Some 3,911 other
guardsmen were on alert in

armories.

Three requests for Guard as-

sistance were answered by dis-

patching sufficient Highway
Patrolmen to assist local autho-
rities in meeting emergencies.

Highway Patrol ready squads
were dispatched to 1 o cities and

Miss T r u d y Schandler,

daughter of Mr. and Mrs.

Aaron Schandler of 285 Ma-
con Ave., flies "the friendly

skies of United" as an airline

stewardess in a job which has

taken her to most of the ma-
jor cities of the United States.

On a typical West Coast

flight, from O'Hare Interna-

tional Airport in Chicago,

she has four hours layover in

Los Angeles, an overnight

stay in Portland, Ore., three

hours and 15 minutes in

Seattle . . . and then back to

Chicago.

Or on another flight, she

might spend fiur hiurs ; n

Detroit in the middle of the

night, or 27 hours in Denver.

Stewardesses, she reveals,

bid for their flights, with
priority based on seniority.

"Some girls bid for turn-

around, flights so they can be
home more," she says, "and
others bid for layovers so

they can see the city."

A 1964 graduate of Lee H.
Edwards High School, Trudy
spent part of the summer of

1964 in Israel, where she

"lived on a moshav ... a

communal settlement where
each family has its own house
and pools its profits for a

community endeavor. Ours
had an orange grove."

She entered Asheville-Bilt

more College that fall, with
a yen to become a speech and
hearing therapist and an

equally strong longing for

travel.

"I loved traveling, and
once f had gotten the trav-

eling bug, f just couldn't

think about anything else,'

she says.

A girl friend showed her

an ad on interviews for

stewardesses being held here

by United Airlines; Triuh
applied and won the job.

In five and a hall weeks ol

intensive, comprehensive
training, she learned every-

thing from meal service to

how to evacuate an airplane

in 90 seconds or less.

"A lot of people think

we're waitresses in the sky,

she says, "but I don't feel

we're on the plane tor that

purpose. We do meal service

and I enjoy that, but the

main reason we're there, in

addition to passenger com-
fort, is for salety purposes.

For instance, in our five and
a half week course, one week
is just for emergencies; we
can tend to anything from a

cabin fire to an evacuation."

Stewardesses also are train-

ed in how to walk and how
to put on makeup and are

given psychology courses, in-

struction in the theory ol

flight, first aid courses, medi-
cal lectures and instruction

in how to serve beverage^

and meals, even down to the

correct wines.

Trudy received her train-

ing in Mt. Prospect, 111. "We
had to practice in simulated

planes ... a regular cutout
of a plane with a galley, the

seats from each of the differ-

ent aircraft United flies . . .

because each one is a little

bit different. We learned

how to do all the meal ser-

vice, from the beverage ser-

vice to our Red Carpet china

service. We would practice

on each other and take turns

being stewardesses."

They're also observers on
a flight while they're still in

school. "My observation

flight was to South Bend,
Ind. Some of the girls were
going to Los Angeles, San

officials. In addition, Highway
Patrolmen evaluated situations

in 40 other cities and towns

and stood by to be of any neces-

sary assistance. SBI agents ren-

dered every assistance to local

law enforcement people in in-

vestigations as did representa-

tives of the License and Theft
Division of the Department of

Motor Vehicles. Representa-

tives of the Good Neighbor
Council also worked in a num-
ber of communities with local

officials and community lead-

ers. Every possible State assist-

ance was given local officials

in this period of emergency.

Prior preparation and train-

ing enabled us to deal effect-

ively and swiftly with the situ-

ation.

In August of 1967, my office

informed all city and county

officials of the procedure to be
used in an emergency situation

m calling for State assistance.

A model agreement of pro-

viding mutual law enforce-

ment assistance among units of

local government in time of

emergency was distributed.

The Institute of Govern-
ment distributed a digest of

laws relating to riot control

and has presented seminars

dealing with local government
emergencies.

Our State and local law en-

forcement agencies have given

their men extensive training

in riot control. Since Septem-

ber of last year, each member
of the National Guard has

completed the required train-

ing in riot control tactics. All

Highway Patrolmen, as well as

many deputy sheriffs and city

policemen, have received sim-

ilar training.

I want to commend the

mayors and other city officials

with whom we had contact

during the six days of tension.

They showed an awareness of

the limitations on State assist-

ance and demonstrated a will-

ingness to rely principally on
their own law enforcement
personnel for the maintenance
of law and order in their com-
munities. We tried to cooper-

ate with them and they co-

operated with us.

North Carolina has no State

police force. Thus, the first

line of defense against lawless-

ness is provided by local law
enforcement personnel — the

city police and the county
sheriffs.

I offer my most sincere

gratitude and commendation
for the courage and skill which
they displayed in the hours of

challenge which confronted

them and all of us. They met
this challenge with braver)'

and with a great dedication to

the duty which was principally

theirs. The people of North
Carolina owe them much and
I hope the opportunity to ex-

press their appreciation in a

tangible way will be found.

No one can say enough
about the Highway Patrol and
the National Guard. They
forsook regular hours and
meals; they went without
sleep: they left their homes
and families to help restore

and preserve the peace; and I

commend them for courage

under fire and for their judg-

ment under stress. They are

without peer, and I am proud

of them. I hope they will feel

the deep sincerity of our thanks

for meeting the challenge of

these times with supreme for-

titude and with skill born of

much training. They answer-

ed my call with dispatch, and

they executed their duties in

the most splendid manner.

They forsook home and hearth

to come to the defense of their

fellowmen and I congratulate

each and every one of them for

a job well done.

The State Bureau of Inves-

tigation and Civil Defense

agencies remained on duty

with us around the clock and
made a significant contribu-

tion to the collection of infor-

mation so vital to every de-

cision. State ABC officers act-

ed swiftly to establish and en-
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force the ban on sales of al-

coholic beverages.

The Good Neighbor Coun-

cil maintained a constant vigil

and helped promote the re-

establishment of a dialogue be-

tween the factions which view-

ed each other with suspicion

and distrust.

All of these men, and many
hundreds more, brought credit

to themselves for the manner
in which they discharged their

duties. Due to them, not a sin-

gle life was lost in North Car-

olina. I thank them one and
all, and I commend them for a

]ob well done.

abiding citizens of North Car-

olina. We moved forcefully

against these persons.

These acts of violence did

not advance the cause of the

Negro people, and did not en-

rich the heritage of Martin
Luther King.

We will make every effort;

we will make any sacrifice; we
will brave any peril to pre-

serve the peace and dignity of

the people of North Carolina.

I do not believe that the

ends of justice can be advanc-

ed by burning the homes and
businesses of innocent people,

or by lighting the fires of ter-

ror and hatred in the hearts of

children.

Finally, I commend the

calm and restraint exercised by

the overwhelming majority of

the citizens of North Carolina.

They showed true fiber of a

great people in keeping calm

in the face of grave danger.

On Friday, I issued a state-

ment again expressing condol-

ences to the family of Dr. King.

In that statement, I said: "For

violence to surround the death

of Dr. King is a denial of his

life's work. Those who honor

his memory and mourn his

passing should pay their tri-

bute by keeping the peace."

On Saturday, I sent a telegram

to clergymen of every faith and

every denomination in North

Carolina, asking them and

members of their congrega-

tions to use their influence to

help restore peace and order
once again to North Carolina.

The death of Dr. Martin
Luther King, Jr. was used by
some misguided youths and by
hoodlums and criminals as an
excuse to riot and destroy

property and threaten the

lives and safety of the law-

We cannot prosper when the

business of our daily lives must
be attended by the presence of

armed soldiers.

We cannot live in fear—and
we will not.

But we must look ahead.
The normalcy of life must be
restored. It is the responsibil-

ity of every citizen to help in

the restoration.

We must continue to build
a better North Carolina for all

races and all people.

We must, and we can, and
we will.

KING ON ISRAEL
The Rev. Martin Luther King, Jr. was a joe of violence and, consistent

with this doctrine, he spoke out against the Arab-Israel war and called for
peace and cooperation between the peoples of the area. Ten days before he
was murdered, he delivered an address before the annual convention of the
Rabbinical Assembly, and this is what he said:

"Let me say on the Middle East crisis, there again, we have hacTvarn us
responses. The response of some of the so-called young militants does not
represent the position of the vast majority of Negroes. There are some who
are color-consumed and they see a kind of mystique in blackness or in being
colered, and anything non-colored is condemned. We do not follow that
course in the Southern Christian Leadership Conference, and certainly most
of the organizations of the civil rights movement do not follow that course.

"I think it is necessary to say that what is basic and what is needed in
the Middle East is peace. Peace for Israel is one thing, peace for the Arab
side of that world is another thing.

"Peace for Israel means security, and we must stand with all our
might to protect its right to exist, its territorial integrity and the right
to use whatever sea lanes it needs. Israel is one of the great outposts of
democracy in the world, and a marvelous example of what can be done,
how desert land can be transformed into an oasis of brotherhood and
democracy. Peace for Israel means security and that security must be a
reality.

•
"On the other hand, we must see that peace for the Arab means, in

a real sense, security on another level. Peace for the Arabs means a kind
of economic security that they so desperately need. These nations, as you
know, ar a part of that third world of hunger, of disease, of illiteracy.

I think that as long as these conditions exist there will be tensions,
there will be the endless quest to find scapegoats.
"So there is a need for a Marshall Plan for the Middle East where we

lift those who are at the bottom of the economic ladder and bring them into

the mainstream of economic security.

"This is how we have tried to answer the question and deal with the
problem in the Southern Christian Leadership Conference, and I think that
represents the thinking of all those in the Negro community, by and large,

who have been thinking about this issue in the Middle East."
Dr. King, never hesitated to speak out in times of crisis. Thus, on June 4,

1967, on the eve of the six-day war, he was one of 12 prominent Christian
clergymen and religious editors who called on the United States to honor its

commitment to the freedom of international waterways and to support the
independence, integrity and freedom of Israel. This was published as an
advertisement in the New York Times.

Later, in October, Dr. King published a letter deploring the anti-Israel

and anti-Semitic views expressed in the "irrational" anti-Israel New Left
resolution adopted at the New Politics convention in Chicago. And he spoke
out forthright! y and vigorously in cendemnation of anti-Semitism in the
Soviet Union.

"forcefully request" the Pres-

ident to declare Washington a

"disaster area", and thus make
available from the Office of

Emergency Planning the sub-

stantial sums of money needed
to help cope with the disaster.

Other Council requests in-

volved the availability of

funds from the Office of Hous-
ing and Urban Development
for the demolition of burned
out properties, and the acqui-

sition of land available for sale

in the destroyed areas. A pro-

vision also asked for protection
of riot victims with such relief

measures as indemnification
payments, moratorium on
rents, taxes and credit pay-
ments, and relocation assist-

ance.

The Council further urged
that the Small Business Ad-
ministration advance the re-

quired loans for the recon-
struction and reopening of busi-

nesses. Government financing is

available up to $100,000 for as

long as 15 years to affected busi-

nesses. However, few applications

For loans have been received, ac-

cording to the regional director

of the Small Business Administra-

tion.

"I believe it is because most
people are not sure of their plans,"

he said. "They are considering

whether they want to go back into

business, and some are considering

whether they want to relocate.

Many are waiting to see what they

can obtain in insurance settle-

ments."

Generally speaking, the Wash-
ington Jewish community has ral-

lied behind its business people.

Area synagogues were quick to of-

fer aid to distressed members of

their congregations. The National
Capital Association of B'nai B'rith

Lodges passed a quick resolution

to aid businessmen in need. Wash-
ington's Hebrew Free Loan So-

ciety issued a reminder that loans

at no interest could be obtained
from the society, and the Jewish
Social Service Agency filled a num-
ber of requests for help, including

that of an elderly retired couple
whose apartment was burned and
a 78-year-old man whose part-time

employer's business was destroyed

by fire.

The urban crisis is not exclu-

sively the problem of any one re-

ligious, racial, or civic group, the

Jewish Community Council feels.

Instead, the problems are "a major
indication of a malfunctioning of

our democratic system, and are

there! ore the problem of all of

us."

Members of the Council feel

both Negro and white racists are

trying to use the current ferment

as a device to establish an apar-

theid system in America, and this

must be opposed. Unlike Balti-

more, which has launched a joint

public-private effort to turn over

small businesses in Negro areas to

the people who live in those areas,

the Washington group feels it

must not acquiesce to 'separatists

and segregationists who want to

make our city black and the sub-

urbs white".

The local Washington area unit

of the B'nai B'rith Anti-Defama
tion League has appealed to May-
or Washington to avoid a segrega-

tionist pattern in D. C. business

life. The regional ADL board also

petitioned the Mayor to form an

advisory board that would include

synagogue and human rights

groups as well as Negro organiza-

tions.

Meanwhile, Jews, afraid and
often embittered, come together

at the synagogue, the supermarket,

the beauty shop, the delicatessen,

and the conversation inevitably

centers around the riot aftermath.

Feeling still runs high. Immedi-
ately after the disturbances in

April a meeting of the community
relations committee of the Jewish

Community Council, attracting

over 1200 anxious Jews, erupted in

name calling and near physical

violence.

And at every social gathering

the talk returns again and again

to the April civil disturbances . . .

how people felt and how they got

home that Friday, the traffic

jams, the heroics, the tragedies. A
businessman, urged by a Negro
employee to chalk "soul brother"

on the company truck, did so and
left the riot area quickly. After

the owner returned the next day
to claim his untouched truck and
drive it home, he found stashed

awav inside dozens of once-frozen

chickens, completelv thawed. An-

other store owner tells of watcMT
a TV news program at home and
seem? arsonists throw a Molotov
cocktail into his store. ("'Thirty

vears of hard work went up in

flame'; before mv eyes ")

Downtown Washington stores,

Jewish and non-Jewish, are hurt-

ing. Sales have fallen off. Wash-
ington newspapers rim editorials

entitled. "Stop the V'olmce". A
Senator asks for armed GIs to pa-

trol city streets.

And caught ri^ht smack in the

middle of it is the Jewish business

man. Certain Jewish civic leaders

are suggesting that many burned
out merchants, unethical and
grasping, received what was com-
ing to them. Rabbis deliver ser-

mons about Jews being morally

obligated to support the under-

privileged and poor. Property

owners brace themselves for the

Poor People's March on Washing-
ton and more possible violence.

Recently a Jewish liquor store

owner was shot down by hoodlums
while defending his store. A full

page black-bordered ad appeared

in the Washington papers bearing

the man's obituary notice and the

heading "Ben Brown is Dead. Is

Law Enforcement also Dead?"

The ad, signed by the Washing-
ton, D. C. Retail Liquor Dealers

Association, finished with the ex-

planation, "Published because
some of us have lost our lives,

manv of us have lost our property,

and all of us want to preserve law

and. order for all residents of the

Washington area and for the

United.

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DIAMONDS

Four kids from North Carolina have made me want to be
a rabbi again.

They are four youngsters who I was asked to prepare for
bar-mitzvah. We sat and learned from each other, they how
to chant the Haftorah, and I, what a tremendous, tremendous
need there is to teach these youngsters what it means to be
a Jew.

I believe that the chief duty of a rabbi is with the young.
Unlike us old people, they can change. You and I both, are
what we are — for better or for worse. We can still %r<m7^5VX:
basically we have fallen into that pattern of thought which will
not change. I know in myself that despite all the metamorphoses
of thought and belief that 1 constantly struggle through, I still

recognize one me. But not young people. Their outlook is not
yet solidified. They are open to new ideas. They can be led —
easily, too easily. It is our duty as adults to see that they are
led the right way.

First, we must understand what we are dealing with when
we discuss our Jewish children. They are diamonds. They are
pure gold. They are worth more than all the money of the
Rockefellers and Rothschilds and Gettys and Fords and Onassis
put together. They are a treasure, a delicate treasure, that must
be carefully tended.

In olden times, when a Jewish child came to study the Torah
for the first time, the rabbis began with the teaching of the
sacred rites of the Temple. "Let those who are holy study the
laws of greatest holiness", was their reasoning. "A child's
prayer," they said, "often can accomplish what a saint's cannot."

Many of our Jewish children are underprivileged. Many
of our children are not truly learning what it means to be a I

Jew. Many of our children will never have the opportunity
to recall their parents and say, "They were real Jews" — and
bring up their children in the light of that ideal. How impor-
tant is it for a child to sing his Haftorah beautifully on his bar-
mitzvah week when he doesn't attend synagogue the next week?

We are entering now the summer months. School is out.
Hebrew classes are finished. Children have more time on their
hands than they know what to do with. They will rush from
baseball field to swimming pool to television set to bicycle, to
a million other things. They will eat well and sleep well and
grow tanned and healthy. This is the way it should be. But
what about inside? How much will they grow inside? How
much time will they spend reviewing their year's school work
and how much time will they spend studying and learning about
our Jewish heritage?

We who are old know that time is precious, and the time
of our youth most precious. It is the duty of every parent to
sit down a few times a week with his child and discuss and
review his Jewish studies. We must set standards for our chil-

dren — with words, and above all by our own example.
Diamonds don't come cheap.
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Arab Defeat-Why?
The Arabs have begun to analyze

their defeat and to seek reasons for

it. Perhaps it is because their defeat

is of such grave import to their na-

tional life that the prevailing Arab

tendency is to present it more as a

mere incident or a transient episode.

This is evident from the way they

have described, it. While they called

their defeat in 1948 a "disaster" or

"calamity," they have bestowed upon

their much more crushing defeat in

1967 the term naksa which means

"setback," a temporary failure, or a

relapse following an apparent recov-

ery from an illness. Abdel Nasser used

this expression in his resignation

speech of June 9. The gravity of de-

feat was lessened by contending that

the principal blow against the Egyp-

tian Air Force was delivered by U.S.

and. British air strikes. This was not

a one-time slip due to a misreading

of radar screens. For weeks the Arab

press was full of hundreds of articles

to substantiate the allegation. This

explanation has not been only a con-

venient political device, it also allevi-

ates self-reproach: defeat was brought

about by mighty powers and not by

tiny Israel. Such an explanation sat-

isfies a psychological need; it is hardly

susceptible to reasoning and factual

proof. Against the argument that

Arab forces took no precautions

against surprise attack, they hold up

the very element of surprise as a

shameful example of treachery on the

part of Israel and the imperialists,

fully in keeping with the image the

Arabs have of both.

However, it is man's nature not

to be satisfied by explanations, the

purpose of which is less to explain

than to excuse. The Arabs continue

to grapple with these complexities,

attempting to diagnose their failure.

Yet here, too, one notes a tendency to

divert the search for explanations

from the fundamental characteristics

of the Arab and his society to more

marginal and superficial traits. For

example, Sadik Jalal Al-Azm, a Pro-

fessor of Philosophy at the American
University of Beirut, explains that

the main reason for the Arab defeat

is the technological and scientific gap
between Israel and the Arab coun-

tries. Dean Constantin Zuraiq, who
published the first book examining
the lessons to be drawn from the

Arab defeat in 1 948, is once again the

first to publish a new book on the

i967defeat. In it he echoes Professor

Al-Azm's opinion: it was the Arabs'

lack of "scientific" outlook and the

technological gap which were at the

roots of the 1967 debacle. It is cer-

tainly true that, in order to derive

full advantage from modern aircraft

and tanks, high technological profi-

ciency is mandatory. However, it is

doubtful whether a technological gap

alone is a. sufficient explanation. Zu-

raiq himself raises and leaves unan-

swered the question why a techno-

logical gap was not the edcisive factor

in the Algerian and Vietnamese con-

flicts. Other Arabs similar to the way
they explained the defeat of 1 948 and
drew lessons from it, suggest various

factors: lack of genuine unity among
the Arabs; absence of a supreme mil-

itary command to coordinate opera-

tions; the betrayal of the Arabs belief

in the existence of an international

order which guarantees peace and

justice (here, too, the sincerity and

simple trust of the Arab self-image

are juxtaposed to treachery associated

with the image of the Jews); failure

to evaluate accurately Israel's capabil-

ities: a restrictive spiritual tradition;

bad luck; linguistic exuberance; lack

of social justice; and others.

However, it appears to me that

the crucially important factor in the

Arab defeat must be sought in the

weakness of the social links which

join Arab to Arab. Because of this

defeat in the social fabric, each Arab
soldier, in the critical moments of

combat, finds himself fighting not as

a member of a team, but as an aban-

doned individual. Consequently, each

individual tends primarily to look

after himself, and the unit disinte-

grates. This explanation is submitted

as a hypothesis for further examina-

tion.

We must be cautious when gene-

ralizing about national character; the

ground beneath our feet is often

shaky and we run the risk of generali-

zations based on prejudices. How-

ever, in discussing social groups and

peoples, there is no escape from as-

signing a collective personality to the

group under discussion. It should be

emphasized that the characteristics

ascribed to social groups are not pe-

culiar to them, but in general apply

to all people. They might be more
salient in specific groups. The de-

gree of intensity and frequency of

these characteristics, however, are

always relative, and it is precisely this

relativity that creates distinctive dif-

ferences between groups. Further-

more, it should be borne in mind that

not every individual in the group

need, possess these characteristics.

volves mutual support. With armour,

one tank advances while the second

gives it cover, thereby exposing itself.

are covering it. This applies to all

kinds of lighting, on different levels

and scales. Readiness for a daring
operation is predicated on the knowl-
edge that one's audacity is not a des-

perate adventure. You are sent on a

dangerous task not through indiffer-

ence to your fate, but because the

operation is necessary and everything
will be done to help you or, if neces-

sary, to rescue you.

In the Israel Defence Forces the

sense of mutual responsibility and
devotion attains a very high level and
accounts for the high combat stand-

ards of the Israeli fighting man. One
illustration is the way pilots risked

danger to rescue comrades who were
forced to bail out deep in enemy ter-

ritory. The same devotion has been
manifested in the evacuation of

wounded soldiers under dangerous

circumstances, and in the general

readiness to accept dangerous assign-

ments. The awareness that the very

existence of the nation and the indi-

vidual and his family hinged on the

outcome of the conflict—this consci

ousness of a common destiny—has had
a unifying effect and has been at the

root of that common readiness of

Israeli military units to press forward
despite danger.

The decisive role of social ties

and comradeship in war has already

been established by research in social

psychology. After World War II, the

U.S. Army sponsored a research

project in which soldiers were asked

what had supported them in moments
of danger and what had driven them

on. Only a small minority of answers

mentioned hatred as a motivating

factor; fost of the soldiers stressed the

need to fulfill an obligation toward

their comrades—the "affiliative mo-
tive," as it has been called.

The sociologist Morroe Berger

mentions a number of studies on

Arab society that indicate the weak-

ness of the social bonds and the high

degree of distrust and hostility be-

tween men. Gillespie and Allport

describe a survey in which students

from different countries were asked

to list three main events that influ-

enced their lives. Egyptian students,

to a far greater extent than their

American and European counter-

parts, described disagreeable experi-

ences, incidents in which they had
put their trust in others and had been
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let down. The lesson they learned

was that people should not be trusted,

but should be treated with suspicion.

The findings of other research

projects show that a greater degree

of reservation, suspicion and hostility

exists among Arabs than among indi-

viduals in other ethnic groups. Pro-

lessor Berger has concluded that in

Arab society there exists what social

psychologists cal "free-floating hos-

tility," in other words, a potentiality

for hostility or a hostility that is not

locussed on a particular enemy. This

distrust is apparently based on the

experience that people are acting in

their own interest and will not help
Or hers. Such bitterness, emanating
from disappointment in others, in-

stills a degree of indifference toward
other people's troubles.

Father Ayrout, in his classic work

on the village in Egypt, describes the

life of the peasant: "Although living

in a herd, he remains at bottom iso-

lated and solitaiy." Berger stresses

the general phenomenon of Arab
' negative individualism" and points

out that there is a contradiction in

the Arab family, which is ostensibly

closely knit but at the same time rid-

den with rivalries, quarrels and am-
bivalent attitudes. He ventures the

explanation that. Arab courtesy and
hospitality are partially a means for

neutralizing or ritualizing hostility

by creating a distance between peo-

ple. He says: "Exaggerated (Arab)

hospitality and politeness are reac-

tions to exaggerated hostility, at least

m part." If so, this phenomenon of

internal hostility may be profound
and bound up with Arab culture.

Miss Sania Hamady, a Lebanese,

has written: "In their social relations

the Arabs show a great deal of hos-

tility ... as a rule, their aggressive

feelings are not turned inward, but

are directed towards others." In an-

other context: "Mistrust is another

form in which Arab individualism is

realized. . . The Arabs so far have

demonstrated an incapacity for disci-

plined and abiding unity. . . A quar-

relsome atmosphere is typical of Arab
homes. . . They experience collective

outbursts of enthusiasm but do not
pursue patiently collective endeav-
ours which are usually embraced half-

heartedly."

In descriptions of Arabs emphasis

is given to their exaggerated ego, in-

flated individualism and general self-

exaltation. These are reflected in

Kosher Retreat

The nearest phone was 3% miles away
down a winding mountain road. There
were no newspapers and no one both-

ered to turn on the small-screen televi-

sion set. For the 87 Jewish men and
women who had come to Wildacres—

a

comfortable retreat in the Blue Ridge
Mountains near Little Switzerland, N.C.

—it was a rare opportunity to turn away
from the world and back to the religious

tradition that many of them had almost

forgotten. "You come up here," said Har-

old Pollard, a businessman from Char-

lotte, N.C, "to get a mental workout in

an atmosphere of relaxation."

For twenty years adult Jews have

been making retreats at Wildacres and,

under the direction of B'nai B'rith, the

national Jewish service organization, the

idea has blossomed into a national move-
ment. Every year some 1,000 laymen
spend a week in retreat at one of a doz-

en or more Institutes of Judaism through-

out the U.S. In turn, these brief reintro-

ductions to the faith have stimulated

B'nai B'rith to create a broad series of

programs in adult education to supple-

ment the retreats. Among the most suc-

cessful: Living Room Learning, a series

of study guides for at-home discussion

groups; the Visiting Scholars Program,
which sponsors lecture tours for foreign

scholars; and Jewish Heritage Quarterly,

a literary magazine for laymen.

But the thrust of the movement lies in

the institute retreats—particularly at

Wildacres, which has become something
of a shrine. "I feel that God planned
Wildacres," says I.D. Blumenthal, the

73-year-old owner of the 1,400-acre

campsite. "I am only his servant, the

custodian of this place."

Golf: Wildacres combines the best fea-

tures of the seminary and the spa. The
day begins and ends in prayer and all the

meals are strictly kosher. Participants can

play golf, swim, meditate among the wild

flowers or watch informal entertainment

such as folk dancing provided by nearby
Jewish campers. They also can browse
through commentaries on the Torah, Jew-
ish histories and novels like Saul Rellows's

"Herzog." Yet within this relaxed atmos-

phere, Jewish laymen from Atlanta to

New York City are gently nudged to-

ward common reflection on what it

means to be a Jew. The greatest stimu-

lant comes from daily lectures by lead-

ing Jewish thinkers.

Last week, for instance, a team of

three scholars, including Dr. Mordecai
Kaplan, founder of the Society for the

Advancement of Judaism, spoke daily on

the problems of Jewish belief "in an age

of doubt." Discussion ranged from Des-

cartes to Darwin, from LSD to William

James's analysis of religious experience.

For many of the listeners, it was the first

time they had tried to think systematical-

ly about religion and, naturally enough,

the ideas were difficult to digest. "I lis-

ten until my head hurts," admitted one

matron. Few of the participants, how-
ever, leave Wildacres without a packet

of books in their luggage and a vow to

look deeper into their faith.

"The fundamental thing is to shake

them up, not hand out pat answers,"

sums up Dr. Harold Weisberg, chairman

of B'nai B'rith's Commission on Adult

Jewish Education. "We want to intro-

duce them to a world that is more com-
plicated than their own."

their interpersonal relation-

ships and contribute to es-

trangement and enmity. The
attitude of estrangement is al-

so present in the relations be-

tween rulers and ruled. This
distrust is probably based on
a long history of arbitrary be-

haviour on the part of the

various rulers and their bu-

reaucracies. Dr. Hamady states

that "Their public-minded-

ness is not developed and their

social consciousness is weak.

The allegiance towards the

state is shaky and identifica-

tion with leaders is not strong.

Rarely does the Arab set his

goal in the interest of his na-

tion." Thus the government
does not represent a collective

effort to improve the lot of all,

but an agency -where the few
can obtain favours from those

in power.

This weakness of the bonds

linking man to his fellows

must, of necessity, manifest

itself in battle. Instead of be-

coming part of a team and de-

riving confidence from it. the

Arab soldier turns into a lone-

lv and isolated individual.

The Israeli soldier is confi-

dent that he will not be for-

saken: Arab soldiers, it seems,

frequently harbour such fore-

bodings. Since the social bonds
are weak, the formal frame-

wirk holding the unit together

breaks down under the pres-

sure of battle.

The anomaly of the Egyp-

tian Army is illustrated by the

following incident: Two Egyp
tian officers were found in a

communication wagon in the

middle of Sinai without their

unit. When asked where their

unit was, they explained that

they had only a small amount
of food and water so they

rri

thought it best to keep it foi

themselves, await captivity,

and order the rest of the unit

to retreat. These Egyptian of-

ficers revealed little concern

for their unit, and it may be
assumed that the feeling was
mutual — their men certainly

reciprocated in returning the

same disinterest. The deser-

tion of units by officers, a

common occurrence on all

fronts, is evidence of a lack of

bravery and an absence of a

sense of responsibility towards

the men under their com-
mand. There is truth in the

criticism voiced in the ussr

which placed the blame for

defeat on the Egyptian officers

and the lack of communica-
tion between them and the

enlisted, men. However, the

Soviet explanation distorts the

picture when it ascribes this

separation to the growth of

middle-class bourgeois values.

The two officers, and many

others also, must have been

aware of their duty toward

their units. On this subject

they certainly heard numerous
lectures and read training

manuals and pamphlets of in-

doctrination. No doubt they

themselves could lecture on

the commander's obligations

toward his men. However,
their words were merely re-

cited; they did not spring from

inner conviction due to the

social climate. It is difficult to

change such a situation by
means of instructions and reg-

ulations. The Egyptian Army
certainly knew that Israeli mil-

itary doctrine calls upon offi-

cers to lead their men into

battle bv the words of com-
mand: "Follow me." Egyptian

officers were probably in-

structed to act likewise. But
obedience to such instructions

depends on the social milieu;

in the absence of the proper

environment, instructions re-

main a. dead letter.

Egyptian company com-
manders, when asked the

names of the men in their

companies, will tell you that

they do not know them by

name. For them it is sufficient

to know the names of the pla-
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toon commanders, and they

appear to be insulted when
asked if they know the names
of some of the soldiers serving

under them. An order to com-
pany commanders to learn

their soldiers' names would be

useless; it would treat the out-

ward symptoms without deal-

ing with the cause.

Israelis are shocked at the

w ide distance separating Egyp-

tian officers from each other

and in some cases with their

mutual hatred even in captiv-

itv. Each one blames the oth-

ers for not doing their duty,

as though onlv he had behaved
proDerly. When confronted

with these mutual accusations,

one is inclined to accept all of

them: this makes it appear
'hat most of the officers did
not acauit themselves well in

battle. Perhaps because of this

awareness of the shortcomings
latent in all of them the Egyp-
tians went out of their way to

findfind iapologies for them-
selves and to place the blame
on others.

The contrast between the

Israeli and the Egyptian ar-

mies is obvious. For Israelis,

experiences in army life and
war tend to break down bar-

riers, while the reverse, up to

now has been true for the

Egyptians. The National Char-

ter of the United Arab Repub-
lic, the official document for-

mulating social and political

ideology, emphasizes the no-

tion of populism, which is so

much, eulogized in the uar;
the Israeli Army is of the peo-

ple. We Israelis are much
more heterogeneous, speak
many languages and possess

different traditions and cus-

toms; yet, we are united in

war. The Arabs are mire ho-

mogeneous, particularly in a

country like Egypt where they

have had many generations to

coalesce, and yet they are not
united.

If this explanation of the
Arab collapse is correct, the

conclusions to be drawn do
not relate only to the military

domain but are pertinent also

to an evaluation of Arab soci-

ety and the achievements of

Abdul Nasser. The total and
immediate collapse of the

Arabs came as a surprise to

most people, including myself.

Students of the Middle East

may have to revise their evalu-

ation of the extent of Arab na-

tional integration. The low
level of internal integration in

the Arab countries will influ-

ence their internal political

developments and stability.

Theories of political devel-

opment and of camparative

politics stress the process of

integration—the creation of a

spirit of cooperation among
citizens, which implants in

them the feeling of belonging.

This process has a number of

aspects. It flows, on the one

hand, from the individuals to-

ward the centre, the sta^e, the

regime: on the other hand,

from individuals to other in-

dividuals. The former process

influences state b uildin g,

whereas the latter conditions

nation building. The forma-

tion of the nation involves the

creation of bonds between cit-

izens leading to a feeling of

brotherhood, solidarity and
unity. This devotion is not
merely an abstraction, but is

tested by how consequential it

is. bv the readiness of individ-

uals to cooperate for the gen-

eral good and to subordinate
their private interests to it.

This feeling of belonging can-

not be imposed from above
since the more a person con-

siders his commitment to be
freelv chosen, the stronger will

be his attachment toward it.

Many Middle East experts

have praised Nasser's achieve-

ments. Yet his defeat, if the

explanation proposed here is

correct, shows the extent to

which he did not succeed in

forging a nation and in im-

olanting a feeling of responsi-

bility and readiness for sacri-

fice.

scribes as racist, un-Jewish, pro-Arab and anti-Israel • Snobbish about those

described as "Not Our Type Of Jews" 9 and other interesting things. . . .

The American Council for Ju-

daism has long been the most con-

troversial Jewish organization in

America. Its consistent anti-Israel

and pro-Arab stance has earned
the wrath of the vast majority of

American Jews. But what, exactly,

is the American Council? Who are

its leaders? What motivates them?
In an exclusive article, written

especially for the American Jewish
Times-Outlook, Dr. Norton Mez-
trinsky, former executive director

of the American Council for Ju-
daism, reveals the inner-workings

of the organization, including de-

cisive sections of the leadership

who "still wish to preserve the

ACJ as an exclusive club for

wealthy and aging Jews . . . and
still regard their Jewishness as a

source of embarrassment rather

than pride. . .
."

On April 1, 1968, after some

serious ideological disputes with

a majority of the organization's

leadership, I was dismissed as ex-

ecutive director of the American

Council for Judaism (ACJ). Less

than three weeks, thereafter, Mi-

chael Selzer, quondam assistant

executive director and, subsequent-

ly, fellow in Jewish studies, was

dismissed from the ACJ staff. I

now wish to comment publicly

and in print on the ACJ, not be-

cause I am vindictive but rather

because I believe that the ACJ
cannot be regarded as giving seri-

ous expression to what I believe

to be an authentic and integrally

]ewish rejection of the postures of

Jewish nationalists. In a sense, the

essay below is a type of personal

testimony.

In making this statement, I shall

not comment on the recent visit

of Moscow Chief Rabbi Yehuda

Leib Levin to the United States.

Rabbi Levin's visit to the United

States, initiated and planned by

me together with Michael Selzer

and Bill Gottlieb, ACJ public re-

lations director, overlaps with

Selzer's and my dismissals in many
ways. Yet, that visit, as important

as it was, is not of primary impor-

tance in my comments on the

ACJ. I wish to observe only that

the visit was turned into a posi-

tive happening when certain Or-

thodox rabbis, laymen and organ-

izations took over the planning of

the visit from the ACJ once Rabbi

Levin had arrived in the United

States.

I joined the ACJ staff in March,

1967. I did not join it because I

approved totally of either the poli-

cies, practices or postures adopted

by the ACJ's leadership and ad-

ministration. I joined it, rather,

because I believed that the mono-

lithic organizational consensus in

American Jewish life needed to be

challenged. Although I believe the

evidence for this consensus is

clear. I shall not go into that in

this essay. What is important here

is that I believed the consensus

existed and needed to be chal-

lenged. I felt that the challenge

should be made by facilitating free

and unrestricted spiritual and in-

tellectual inquiry on the part of

individual Jews. I believed that in

so challenging, an American Jew-

ish organization offering alterna-

tives to Zionist nationalism was

essential, and should exist. I do

not believe that the ACJ was as

yet the positive Jewish organiza-

tion that I had in mind. Yet, I

had hopes that I, together with

some others, would be able to

make it into such. These hopes

were encouraged by some of the

ACJ leadership. With Michael

Selzer, whom I brought to the

ACJ staff in the summer of 1967,

I postulated, and this postulation

was to a large extent accepted by

those responsible, that it was not

by fighting Zionism on its own

terms, but only by encouraging

and enabling the untrammeled

pursuit by individual Jews of their

individual consciences, informed

nuclei standing of the religio-cul-

tural heritage of Judaism, that

this Jewish alternative could be

developed and a return to the

genuine spirit and practices of Ju-

daism be achieved. To this end,

and without in any significant

sense departing from the bases on

which the AC} had originally been

constituted, and on which it for-

mally rested, I proposed that un-

der my administration the ACJ
would endeavor to become a truly

independent Jewish organization:

by which I had in mind not only

that it should continue to be in-

dependent of other ideologies and

their organizations, but that it

should also become independent

of its own axioms as well. I hoped

that the ACJ could thus become

word, I wished to make the ACJ
more creative, more restrained

and dignified, and, above all,

more positively Jewish.

I emphasize that the ACJ lead-

ership seemed at first to accept

the need for such a reorientation.

In practice, however, this leader-

ship unfortunately showed itself

incapable of understanding or ap-

preciating the need for these pro-

posed steps.

the vehicle for a vitally needed

and authentic questioning of the

monolithic tendencies in the Jew-

ish world—tendencies to which I

objected not only because of their

anti-democratic nature but, no

less markedly, because of their

fundamental irrelevance to Juda-

ism itself.

I intended to proceed towards

the fulfillment of this task in the

following ways: by attracting new
and hopefully vigorous and crea-

tive thinkers to the Council staff;

by broadening the Judaic perspec-

tives of the organization; by mov-

ing the ACJ members into more
meaningful relationships with
other Jews; by convincing the ACJ
Philanthropic Fund to expand the

scope and purpose of the activities;

by making our criticisms of Zionist

nationalism stem primarily from

Jewish perspectives; and by tem-

pering the often simplistic and
overly harsh tone of previous ACJ
public relations activity. In a

it accused of these selfsame fail-

ings.

ACJ preoccupations with the

state of Israel were grouped into

two separate and to a considerable

extent mutually antagonistic fac-

tions. On the one extreme there

was the camp led by Rabbi Elmer

Berger, until June 30, 1968, the

ACJ's executive vice president.

Berger was and still is immensely

preoccupied with the Middle East

question. In this preoccupation,

he has been sincerely committed to

the Arab cause and deeply com-

mitted against the Israeli cause.

His bias is evident in his writings,

speeches, associations with Arab

leaders and with pro-Arab organi-

zations such as the American

Friends of the Middle East (AF-

ME) and the Holy Land Center

here in New York. (Berger is a

director of both organizations.

AFME is well known. The Holy

Land Center, located at 225 E.

49th Street in New York City sup-

posedly promotes the Holy Land

but in almost all ways excludes the

state of Israel in its concern. A
1958 map of the Middle East, dis-

played in the center's major meet-

ing room, for example, includes

mention and notation of Palestine

but neglects mention and/or no-

tation of the state of Israel. The
kingdom of Jordan is the largest

single contributor to the Holy

Land Center. Of all American

Jewish organizations and Jews

only the ACJ and some of its

members have worked together

with the Holy Land Center.) Ber-

ger's pro-Arab bias is also evi-

denced by his freely-given speech-

writing assistance to certain Arab

representatives at the United Na-

tions, notably George Tomeh of

Syria. In reprinting for public dis-

tribution a speech on the Middle

East given last year by Berger, the

Arabian American Oil Company
(ARAMCO) correctly stated in an

introduction: "A leading anti-

Zionist Jew, he (Berger has been

prominent among those Americans

writing and lecturing in behalf of

the Arabs."

Berger is knowledgeable and

sincere in his advocacy of Arab

interests; but he is also biased and

narrow in his approach. Most no-

table, however, is the fact that his

intense preoccupation with the

Middle East conflict reveals vir-

tually no concern for the Jewish

dimensions or significances of the

problem. Berger seems not to ap-

proach this conflict primarily as

a Jew. . .

Those ACJ members who op-

posed Berger's stand on the Mid-

dle East did not do so because

they were or are favorably inclined

towards Israel or concerned with

the Jewish potential of that coun-

try. They opposed Berger rather,

because they felt that his ideas

and his advocacy of the Arab

cause were somehow bad for the

Council's image.

CHAPLAIN'S CORNER
In his recent visit to this country Chief

Rabbi Jehudah Levin of Moscow expressed
his admiration frequently for the active Jew-
ish life and religious consciousness of Ameri-
can Jewry, specifically in the cities of New
York and Montreal which thronged to do him
honor.

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vis a vis Israel stemmed primarily

from their fear that Zionism

sought to undermine their exclu-

sive loyalty as citizens of the

United States, and sought, equally,

to secure the large-scale migration

of Jews from the U. S. to Israel.

With, neither group, therefore,

were or are Jewish considerations

of paramount relevance in their

perception of the state of Israel.

The anti-Berger faction was led

by Clarence Coleman, Jr., a mill-

ionaire from the northern subur-

ban area of Chicago who was for-

merly AC J president and is now
the Chairman of the Board; and

Lessing Rosenwald, the Sears-

Roebuck multi-millionaire and al-

so a former AC
J
president. Within

the past year, they stated that if

Berger did not retire, relinquish

his leadership, and vacate the

Council's national offices, they

woidd themselves resign from the

organization.

The conflict between the Ber-

ger and anti-Berger factions cli-

maxed at a meeting of the ACJ
National Executive Committee on

June 30. 1968. At this meeting

Berger was charged with arguing

on BBC television on June 16,

1968, that the Arab cause in the

Middle East was superior to the

Israeli cause. Having done this,

Berger could not even maintain

the full support of his faction.

Hence, the anti-Berger faction

forced Berger to resign. The
staunch Berger supporters among
the ACJ leadership and member-

ship reacted negatively. Many
have threatened to resign from

the ACJ. Berger is now away on

a vacation. When he returns to

New York, he may well lead a

movement out of the ACJ.

Disruptive and frustrating as

these conflicts within the Council's

leadership were, they did not dis-

qualify the ACJ from the role it

sought to assume. Rather, the re-

actionary, dogmatic and actually

un-Jewish tendencies of large sec-

tions of the leadership, of which 1

shall now give some examples,

must unfortunately be regarded as

conclusive indications of that or-

ganization's failure and lack of

integrity.

1 ) The ACJ leadership has vied

with some of the more bigoted

circles in this country in its ap-

proach to the race problem. It re-

fused, for example, at a National

Executive Committee meeting in

earl)' February, 1968, to permit me
to invite any Negro, no matter

what his outlook, to speak at the

forthcoming annual conference

originally planned for late May,

1968. With rather lame excuses,

therefore, I was obliged to disin-

vite Louis Lomax aircl President

Cheek of Shaw University, who
had originally accepted invitations

I had, on behalf of the ACJ, pro-

ferred to them. The ACJ leader-

ship has consistently refused to

sustain even the most general dis-

cussion of civil rights. The ACJ
leadership studiously avoided tak-

ing any stand whatsoever on the

Kerner report; the ACJ leadership

decided against issuing any state-

ment or making any gesture on

the death of Dr. Martin Luther

King. Jr. I was regarded as some-

thing of a radical for opposing

such stances and for suggesting

civil rights action. One ACJ lead-

er from New York City, who is on

the ACJ National Executive Com-

mittee, told me frankly that he

"did'nt like too many of those

niggers." Clarence Coleman, Jr..

representing a large segment of

ACJ leadership wrote to me on

March 1, 1968, while I was still

ACJ executive director: "If the

Council (ACJ) is going to become

involved in the Negro problem-

civil rights—and if this involve-

ment is believed by the intellec-

tuals to be conducive to wider

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respect and support—I will not be

remaining longer as a member of

the leadership group or the or-

ganization."

2) The ACJ has a ludicrously

small philanthropic fund: a token

organization that disburses about

$125,000 each year despite the fact

that some of its contributors are

among the richest Jews in the

country. The administration of

the fund is sluggish, lethargic, un-

imaginative and even irresponsi-

ble. I applaud its token help for

Jewish displaced persons and its

small contributions to Arab refu-

gee projects; yet, I abhor its willful

failure and its deliberate refusal

to enter two important areas,

namely the assistance of Jews in

communist and .Arab countries,

where an anti-Zionist fund might

have better access than any other

Jewish fund. More generally, the

failure of the ACJ leadership,

despite my and Michael Selzer's

urging, to concern itself with the

plight of Jews in Arab countries

last summer, to use its credibility

with the representatives of the

Arab states to this end, and simi-

larly to use its philanthropic fund

to this end are characteristic. The
situation of the Jews in Arab

countries may not be quite as it

has been depicted by some Zionist

groups, but it is serious in some
places, and the ACJ has had the

duty, in my opinion, to use its re-

sources to help these Jews.

3) The ACJ leadership general-

ly opposed Michael Selzer's and

my efforts to enhance and revive

parts of the Jewish religio-cultura]

heritage. Antagonism, for exam-

ple, was expressed to the proposal

that Michael Selzer's new transla-

tion of the Book of Amos be pub-

lished in the ACJ publication,

Issues. Characteristically, the di-

rector of the ACJ religious devel-

opment program for the past few

years is not only an avowed non-

believer in God or theism (who

nevertheless refers to himself as

an "American of the Jewish

faith") but is incapable of reading

a word in Hebrew and lacks even

the semblance of a solid Jewish

education. When I strongly urged

his replacement, I merely increased

resentment towards myself.

4) The ACJ has an exceptional-

ly old membership. Attempts to

rejuvenate the organization by

appealing to a younger audience

were, in a variety of ways, con-

stantly rebuffed. "I am not sure

that we want such Jews," "They

are not our kind of Jews" are

some of the bizarre responses, by

certain ACJ leaders, which greeted

my attempts to attract new and

younger members. Decisive sec-

tions of the leadership wished, and

still wish, to preserve the ACJ as

a kind of exclusive club for weal-

thy and aging Jews of German
extraction who, on the whole, re-

garded, and still regard, their

Jewishness as a source of embar-

rassment rather than of pride.

Despite the leadership obsta-

cles, I had, together with one or

two others, for a time begun lo

move the ACJ forward. Not being

able to replace the director of

religious development, for in-

stance, Michael Selzer and I, nev-

ertheless initiated some new proj

ects of vital religious concern. We
began to demonstrate that the

rejection of Zionist nationalism

can and should be an affirmation

rather than a renunciation of Ju-

daism, itself. We were not always

successful, but we were making a

beginning. More and more, we
talked to and with segments of

the American Jewish community

at large rather than only to our

own membership, to Arabs, and

to pro-Arab Americans. Many ACf
members in various parts of the

country responded positively. Yet,

our seemingly successful beginning

was short-lived.

Michael Selzer's and my dismis-

sals now mean that the ACJ will

sink back into its former crude,

ineffective, and even potentially

dangerous postures. I note this

development with sorrow! The
need for Jews to question, indeed

I believe to reject the axioms of

Zionist nationalism, while yet ac-

knowledging the ties to and ac-

cepting the historical responsibili-

ties for their fellow Jews, is as

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acute as ever. Of equal importance

is the need to create, within the

context of the Jewish tradition,

viable and authentic alternatives

to Zionist nationalism as modes of

modern Jewish living. It is a mat-

ter of deepest regret to me that

the ACJ will now, under its old-

new leadership and administra-

tion, once again betray those im-

peratives.

Yet, it may come to pass that

the ACJ will collapse internally.

Berger may lead an exodus out of

the ACJ. Many members may re-

sign, even if Berger does not lead

them out. Since the ACJ has an

actual present membership of onlv

5000 to 6000, as opposed to the

falsely claimed 20,000 membership

figure, the organization could not

stand numerous resignations. If

many members do not resign, thev

will cause further internal con-

flict. The ACJ professional staff

presently includes no one with

solid Judaic knowledge or creative

ability. No replacements for Sel-

zer, Berger, or Mezvinsky have

been made. Good replacements

will be difficult—probably impos-

sible—to acquire. The ACJ pres-

ently has no positive plans or pro-

grams. Even if some ideas were

forthcoming, they could not be

implemented because of the lack

of talented staff members. At best,

the future of the ACT (if indeed

any future exists for it at all)

would seem to lie in a rather ster-

ile hinterland of a council bound

together solely in its total isolation

and alienation from all the rich

and vital heritage to be found in

both Judaic and American ideolo-

gies.
