CHRIST IS RISEN INDEED
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Custom And Calvary

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The Spirit Of Easter

— EDITORIAL —
We speak of the Spirit of Christ-

mas and what do we mean by this?
When Christmas comes we greet each
other with a Merry Christmas. Old
grudges are forgotten and we wish
good will to everyone. We show our
Christmas spirit also by the giving of
gifts and doing good deeds. Why this
good will? Why this gift giving spirit?

God showed the way. He is the one
who set the example of giving — for
"He gave his only begotten Son at
Christmas time." It was God that sent
the first Christmas greetings by a host
of angels, who sang — "Peace on earth
and good will to men." This was the
beginning of the Christmas Spirit
which we all catch at the birth of the
Christ Child.

Do we have the spirit of Easter, and
what is it and why? Easter came three
days after the Passover Feast 'when
Christ was crucified. The Passover
Feast was governed by the spring
moon as the Jewish calendar used the
moon to arrange their time rather
than the sun. Easter is set as the first

Sunday after the full moon next after
March 21. What has this to do with
the Easter Spirit? When Jesus died on
the cross, just before he died, He gave
out a victory cry, "It is finished", He
did not say I am finished. Christ
meant by this that his 'work for the
salvation of souls was complete by
his death. His sacrifice on the cross
was complete. The victory on the cross:

did not end there. The victory was
completed three days later at the
tomb where the body of Jesus was
laid. Three days later the angels at

the tomb proved his victory as they
said, "He is not here, why seek ye
the living among the dead?" Three
days later an open and empty tomb
proved his victory, three days later
the living presence of Christ as He
called the name of the weeping Mary,
later he proved his victory by speak-
ing to the disciples and the touch of
his pearced hands and side. The spirit
of Easter is Victory — Christ has brok-

It was custom in Christ's day by
many in the Church to think more of
keeping rules than doing right; of do-
ing what the Bible says rather than on
being what it brings; reverence for
rules rather than respect for right.

This custom turned Christ's road
sharply in the direction of Calvary.

Around the pool of Bethesda was "a
multitr.de of invalids, blind, lame, par-
alyzed " One of them was a man who
had been ill for thirty-eight years. We
are not told what his trouble was. He
could barely drag himself around.
Jesus said, "Take up your bed and
walk." A tiny bit South, was a mag-
nificent Church. We wonder if its lead-
ers who condemned Jesus so harshly,
for healing this man on the Sabbath,
ever took any notice of those decrepit
people. We are told that this 'was why
those good church people "persecuted
Jesus, because he did this on the Sab-
bath." This brought upon him the open
and declared hostility of the leaders
of the Church of his day. Jesus did
not object to rules, as helps. "He went
to the synagogue, as his custom was,
on the Sabbath dav." But he put peo-
ple above fixed ideas. This was not
the first occasion that his love for
people, over and above his regard for
good rules and good church customs,
had upset and infuriated righteous
people. But it was over this particu-
lar case that the breach suddenly
yawned wide open. It was here that
Christ's road turned definitely in the
direction of Calvary.

It was a clear cut issue of a lega-
listic interpretation of Scrioture, over
and against the compassion for hu-
man beings on the part of Christ. He
was well aware that in healing this

man on this day that he had broken
the Sabbath from the Church's way of
understanding the Bible. Healing was
a form of work, and no work should
be done on the Sabbath. They did al-

en Satan's power, Christ has forgiven
sin, Christ has conquered death, and
best of all, His Presence is with us,

He lives.

God seems to have arranged the
time of the resurrection at a most
hopeful time of the year — the spring
time, when flowers burst forth from
the frozen earth, when the fields put
on their fresh green coats studdied
"with bouquets of flowers, when the
trees trim their bare limrs with new
leaves, when the frogs oeep, and fish
leap, and the song birds bursts forth
in song again. Surely God h?s allow-
ed nature all about us to proclaim that
life overcomes death, that Christ has
arisen.

In the eastern church, I understand
it is the custom of the Chrisrians to

greet each other on Easter morn with
these words, as they meet one anoth-
er, "Christ is risen", the answer by
the other is, "He is risen indeed!"
Let us greet one another with these

words this Easter season: "Christ Is

Risen" may our hearts answer, "He
Is Risen Indeed!"
May the Easter spirit make your

heart happy this Easter ,and may the
Living Christ be with you.

Two Great Men's

Birthdays Are In Feb.

February is the birthday of two
great men in the history of the United
States, George Washington and Abra-
ham Lincoln. Abraham Lincoln was
born in LaRue County, Ky., Feb. 12,

1809. His father was Thomas Lincoln
who married Nancy Hanks. Abraham
was brought up in a hard working,
pioneer life. The ax was his constant
tool. He was remarkably strong, had
a good mind and wit. He practiced law
and was elected as president during
the difficult Civil War years.

Some of Lincoln's political enemies
charged him as being a scoffer of
Christianity. Lincoln replied: "I have
never denied the truth of the Scripture,
and I do not think I could myself be
brought to uphold a man for office,

whom I knew to be an open enemy
of and scoffer of religion."

I would like to point out in a few
paragraphs some of the evidences of
Lincoln's Christian beliefs.

In 1847 Lincoln gave a large family
Bible to his wife, Mary. Recently Lin-
coln's devotional book was discovered
with his name in it. It is entitled "The
Believers Daily Treasurer." I have a
copy of this devotional book which
Lincoln carried with him and con-
stantly read it each day.
He went to church with his wife and

took part in church life with his wife
who was a member, but he never
united with a church. He rented a
pew, which was the custom in those
days, for the family to sit in at wor-
ship. Later in life when he moved to
"Washington, D. C. he attended the
New York Ave. Presbyterian Church.
The historical pew in which he wor-
shipped is still in the church. I had
the opportunity of sitting in it for a
few minutes.

Lincoln was a praying man. The
sculptured statue of Lincoln in pray-
er is in the Washington Cathedral in
Washington, D. C. Thp sculptor of
Lincoln in prayer was Herbert Spenc-

er Houck, and he was led to make
this statue which is called 'Lincoln
in Prayer" by Mr. Houck's grandfath-
er who came upon Lincoln kneeling
in the leaves of the woods praying
near the battleground of Gettysburg.

A friend of Lincoln's while staying
in the White House states: "I saw the
sight which I have never forgotten.
It was the president kneeling before
an opjn Bible . . . his back was to-
ward me. I shall never forget his

prayer.

"Oh, thou God, that heard Solomon
in the night when ir.t prayed and cried

for wisdom, hear me. I cannot lead

these people, I cannot guide the affairs,

of this nation without Thy help O God,
Hear me and save this nation."

Toward the end of the war Senator
Charles Summer of Mass. spoke of
Jefferson Davis, the leader of the
south, "Do not allow him to escape
the law — he must be hanged" Lin-
coln calmly replied, "Judge not, that
ye be not judged" — Lincoln knew
the Bible and tried to carry out its

precepts.

A congress from Connecticut asked
Lincoln, "Since you know the Bible
and are interested in it, Why do you
not join a church?" Lincoln said,

"When I find a church that will put
the Saviour's statement over their
doors, 'Thou shalt love the Lord thy
God with all thy heart, and with all

thy soul, and with all thy mind, and
thy neighbor as thyself,' that church
will I join with all my heart and soul."

was cheaper at that market than yours.
Sparrow was the cheapest sort of meat.
Many a time people had seen boys
coming to the market place with their
sling shot on one arm and a sack full
of sparrows on the other, to sell for a
few cents. Around 200 years later, as
late as in the 3rd century, we learn
that the Roman Emperor Diocletian
fixed by law the maximum price that
10 sparrows could be sold for much as
7 cents. So nobody ever got rich sell-

ing sparrows.
Of all birds the sparrow is probably

the least worth remembering. It is
likely the dullest and least interest-
ing.

He even picked out
a dead sparrow to point out that not
one of theim falls to the ground with-
out the Heavenly Father's concern.
He was looking at a majestic and yet
quite simple fact, that even the most
lowly life survives or perishes under
the shadow, or shall we say the radi-
ance, of love. If true if the humblest
bird life how much more of human
heights — each s"cond surrounded by
the watchful and tender concern of
the Ultimate Other in the Universe.

We cannot forget that the sparrow
falls. Our hopes fall. Our dreams die.

Our strength weakens. The dust and
decay of our overbusy, underbeing
existence overtakes us. But we must
see not only the sparrow's fall but al-

so its many days of throbbing, joyous,
flipping through the air. Nature by
itself reveals much of frustration,
fear, failure and futility. But, "Fear
not, you arc of more value than many
sparrows." All becomes bearable when
we learn to brood on the magnific-
ence of the One who remembers even
t v e falling of one tiny sparrow. From
the rising of the sun to its setting He
is here, 'walking with us, working in
us, waiting for us to remember the
One who remembers.

During the fall and winter months
we have continued to run two kinder-
gartens. We have had some difficulty
this year with the gas shortage but
the work with young children is like-

ly the most productive effort we
make. We emoloy two people regular-
ly 'with at least one parttime person as
a substitute in this program.

This year during the months of
June, July and August we are send-
ing some 45 to 60 children to Wins-
ton-Salem, North Carolina to the of-

fices of some of the dentists who norm-
ally provide our dental services here
on the field. The dentists feel that
they perform a batter service when
patients are brought to thir offices
where assistants are available and
better equipment is at hand.

This

is our most difficult task and one that
offers the most challenge and the

greatest rewards. At least three of our

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Tribute To The Late

Louis Yelaiijian

The Rev. Louis Justine Yelanjian of
Glendale Springs, a retired Presbyter-
ian Minister and former executive sec-
retary of Stokes-Reynolds Memorial
Hospital at Danbury, passed away
March 30 at the Ashe Memorial Hos-
pital of Jefferson, N. C. He was born
in Tomorza, Armenia, Aug. 17, 1896.

Mr. Yelanjian came to America from
Armenia in 1913 and lived with his
father in Milwaukie, Wise. His family
was killed during the invasion of the
Turkish Armv in his native land.
He graduarrd from the Moody Bible

Ins'itule of Chicago, 111., and graduat-
ed from the Union Theological Semin-
ary in Richmond, Va. He also received
the B A degree from the Birming-
ham Southern College, and did grad-
uate work in the Biblical Seminary in
New York and also in Duke Universi-
ty.

As nastor he served in Birmingham,
Ala. Later he came to Ashe County as
an evangelist, served as pastor for the
N. Wilkesboro Pres. Church for a year,
and the Presbyterian Church at Boone,
N C. for some time. He did other
work in Home Mission work for the
Presbytery of Winston-Salem, and es-
tablished the Francisco Presbyterian
Church in Surry County. Mr. Yelan-
jian did outstanding 'work in Stokes
County in raising funds to build the
Stokes Hospital and establishing it.

In the last years of his life Mr. and
Mrs. Yelanjian ran the Cherry Hill
Coffee Shop on the Blue Ridge Park-
way, and made many friends of tour-
ists from far and wide. Mr. Yelan-
jian filled pulpits when called upon
also during the last years of his life.

Mr. Yelanjian met Miss Marie War-
wick of Chatanooga, Tenn. at Moody
institute and they were married in
1921.

Mr. Yelanjian coming out of a coun-
try that was dominated bv the Turks
often said the people of America did
not appreciate the freedom and bless-
ings this country offered them.
A verse that would have fit his life

would perhaps be the following:
''Brethren, I count not mvself to

have apprehended: but this one thing
I do, Forgetting those things which
are behind, and reaching forth unto
those things which are before, I nress
toward the mark for the prize of the
high calling of God in Christ Jesus."

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EDITORAL

"We Are Not God'

We are disturbed with the sin, the
crime ,the wars, the starvation of peo-
ple in the world, the birth of millions
of illegitimate children in the world,
the corruption in the political life of
our country, the suffering of people in

catastrophies that we are puzzled and
disturbed about why these things hap-
pen and wonder what we can do about
them, and why God allows them. We
become frustrated and dazed about the
evil that happens in the world.

Remember we are not God, remem-
ber our country and our government
does not have the power of God. Let
us remember God still sits on his
throne and there is a great battle go-
ing on between right and wrong, be-
tween God and Satan as the scriptures
point out to us. Much evil is going on
in the world at the dismay of many
Christians — Satan, just as he tried to

shake the confidence of Job in God's
goodness and love, is trying to shake
and brain wash the Christian's confi-
dence in God today.

I. A LITTLE FPOT FOR PRAYER
The Christian may ask the question,

What can I do in the face of evil in
the world? Remember the Christian is

not God, but he has a contact with God
that others do not have. God has in-
vited the Christian to come boldly be-
fore his throne in prayer. A Christian
can have a nlace on the council of
Heaven. A Christian can consult and
talk with God about all the events of
the world. The world is not too big for
a Christian to talk with God about it.

God is not too great that He will not
listen to our prayers and our petitions.
Man is a very little being, God is aw-
some and infinite in his wisdom and
power, and yet, he says little man, talk
with me, your little prayers count. We
may not possess very much of this
world's earth, but a small place to put
your kness in prayer is a wonderful
possession for a Christian. Prayer is

said to be a mighty leaver with God.
The poet said, "More things are wrou-
ght by prayer than this world dreams

of." The Word of God invites in Heb.
4:16, "Let us therefore come boldly un-
to the throne of grace,'' Also in I

Thess. 5:17, we are told to, "Pray with-
out ceasing." In Luke 18:1 Jesus said,

"That men ought always to pray, and
not to faint." Who knows what great
things the prayers of one Christian
can do?

II. A LITTLE PLACE TO STAND
Not only should we have a little

place to kneel before God, but we
should also have a place to stand up
for God in this world. When we have
made our peace and allegiance to our
God through Jesus Christ, as good
soldiers we should stand up for Him
in the world. We should not be asham-
ed to confess him before the world
when we have opportunity. "In all

thy ways acknowledge him." the pro-
verb says. Paul wrote to the Romans
in 1:12, "For I am not ashamed of the
gospel of Christ; for it is the power of
God unto salvation to everyone that
believeth; to the Jew first, and also to
the Greek."
The early Christians manv times had

to stand or reject Christ. Many stood
up for Christ their Saviour and lost

their lives. The grand old hymn rings
out — "Stand up! Stand up! for Jesus."

III. A LITTLE PLACE TO SERVE
We would like to change the world

in a big way, but remember we are
not God as we said in the beginning,
but God has given us a little place to
pray, a little place to stand up for Him,
and last of all a little place to serve
Him where we are.

Dr. George Carver, who was black
slave, and who became one of the
greatest Christian scientists of the
world, said he prayed to God that He
would change the great things of the
world that were wrong. He said God
said to him, "George, that's too much
for you, you serve me in the small way
in your little world. Dr. George Carv-
er did this very thing and became the
great leader in the deep south in agri-
culture, saving many white and black
farmers from destruction and failure.

He is called the father of synthetics,
revealing many of his secrets of chem-
istry to the great industries of the na-
tion and his secrets were free to all.

Many a missionary has gone to some
destitute place in the earth, often mis-
understood, but he served God faith-
fully in his little spot and brought
many to God and changed the rhilo-
sophy of a heathen country to Chris-
tianity.

There is a little land in this big world
called the Holv Land, for Jesus, the
Son of God walked, taught and served
there. It is not a large country, only
about 70 miles long and 40 miles wide
at the greatest. Here Jesus confined
his work in this little country that he
might change the world and build up
the Eternal Kingdom of God. From
this little country where Jesus lived
for about 30 years, his message has
spread and is still spreading to the
ends of the world. It only took a little

place for a cross to stand in the
ground, for the Saviour to die, that He
might promise forgiveness for sinners
and peace with God. It only took this
little country where the love of God
was exhibited by Jesus, to teach the
world of the love and forgiveness of
God.

EDITORIAL

The First Christmas

And Today
SCENE I — "THE SEEKERS"
The night winds tingle the faces of

tliree tired but eager travelers. The
steady crunching of their camels' broad
feet upon the sand is incessant. The
brilliant stars hung low over the path-
way of the travelers. One star lead on
;is a lantern in the hand of an invisible
guide.

SCENE II — "THE WATCHERS"
The scene changes to fields near Be-

thlehem and the round shadowy forms
of sleeping sheep in the darkness are
seen on a hill side — all is quiet. A
watching shepherd throws a few fag-
ots upon a small fire. The leaping
blaze casits a flickering light upon the
forms of his sleeping companions.
SCENE III — "PEACE"

Silent, munching cattle with wide,
watching eyes stand in a circle of light
streaming from their accustomed shed.
A figure moves quietly about on the
inside casting changing shadows from
the yellow light of a torch. Occasion-
ally the light falls upon the quiet form
of a woman whose golden hair mingles
with the straw urx>n which she lavs.
An umiistinguishable bundle of white
lays in a nest behind the crude slats
'of a manger — Peace reigns.

SCENE IV — "TODAY"
Thesie were the scenes of the first

Christmas, but Christmas Scenes
should never cease as long as the
world stands.
The wise men are still on their ex-

citing quest today. You are among
them — ait church — by the side of the
sick, with a helping hand to the poor,
at the prison bars, with a message of
God's love for the sinner and those
that dwell in darkness. "When saw we
they said?" He answered, "Inasmuch
as ye have done it unto one of the least

of these."
The shepherds are still watching to-

day. You are one of them, among the
crowds, in the speeding traffic, near
the factory's spinning wheels, in the
ouiet countryside. You are watching

To catch something of the spirit out
of which our annual American Thanks-
giving arcs?, consider the young man
to whom it was given to set-apart that
early Thanksgiving Day of 1621. Will-
iam Bradford, of a well-to-do family
in England, lost considerable property
for conscience sake when he joined
the group of Separatists who fled to
Holland for greater religious freedom.

When the group left Holland for
America in the fall of 1620, Bradford
sailed with his young wife in the May-
flower to set up a new home in a new
country. After two months of heavy
seas, the little vessel anchored in Cape
Cod Bay; and here in sight of the new
land ,the young wife fell overboard
and was drowned before she could be
reached.

It was December when the passeng-
ers finally disembarked and erected a
crude dwelling. Then came the winter,
during which Bradford was to see 50
of the little colony of 100 die from
privation and disease, He sees them
buried at night in the middle of the
street, where they are trodden upon
the next day; for savages must not be
permitted to learn how weak is the
colony by counting any graves.

With the coming of Spring, the col-
ony lost its first governor, John Car-
ver, and Bradford (at 31) was chosen
governor. That fall, though there had
not been a large harvest ,fish and game
were plentiful and Governor Bradford
appointed a dav of Thanksgiving. For
the occasion. Chief Massasoit and a
number of his warriors were invited.
This was the first Thanksgiving of the
Pilgrims; but hard times were not
over.
The young governor was to see peril

tc his peoDl'e from other Indians He
sees drought hit the colony the second
summer and the green vegetables die,

and the corn shrivel on the stalk, and
the supplv ships fail to come. And he
writes: "If ever anv people in these
later ages were held up bv the Provi-
dence of God after a more special
manner than ethers, th°n wer? we. —
AND FEREFORE are the more bound
to celebrate the memory of His good-
ness with everlasting thankfulness."
Here is the snirit in our own American
History of Habakkuk 3:17,18.

for a new return of angelic hosts, and
1he crowning of the King of Kings'.

"Watch therefore."
You, who are seeking and watching

today, shall truly at this Christmas
time, find Peace, as it streams with the
light from a torch lit stable.

MARTIN LUTHER SAID:

"I am much afraid that universities
will prove to be the grealt gates of hall,

unless they diligently labor in explain-
ing the Holy Scriptures, and engraving
them in the hearts of youth. I advise
no one to place his child where the
Scriptures do not reign paramount.
Every institution in which men are not
unceasingly occupied with the Word of

God must become corrupt."

Solomon "excelled all the kings of
the earth in riches and in wisdom. And
the whole earth sought the presence
of Solomon to hear his wisdom, which
God had put into his mind." (I Kings
10:23-24). In a democracy he would
have gotten most of the votes. People
believed in him. They liked his call

for "law and order." They liked his
demand for justice and righteousness
in the nation. But he misused the "wis-
dom, which God had put into his
mind." He forgot the laboring man, the
common man, except to manipulate
him for his own advantage. He used
forced labor, "to build the house of the
Lord and his own house." (9:15). He
used religion to enhance his standing
with the people. But he didn't overlook
the opportunity to enrich his own pro-
perty too, at the public's expense. Too,
he who had harped on right dealing
discriminated between his friends and
his list of enemies. His friends became
"his officials, his commanders, his cap-
tains, his chariot commanders." But
his enemies he "made a forced levy of
slaves." (9:21-22).

Power pollutes. As Acton reminds,
"All power corrupts. Absolute power
corrupts absolutely." Eoclesiastes dw-
ells on this nation-shaking fact. "What
goes on within the world whenever
men have power over their fellows."
(Eocl. 8:9, Moffatt) It ha® happened to-

ol her national leaders besides Solomon.
See king Uzziah. "His fame spread far,

for he was tremendously helped, till

he was strong. But when he was strong
he grew proud, to his destruction. For
he was false to the Lord his God .

."

(2 Chron. 26:15-16) The capable king
liked being king. He became more and
more efficient, then dictatorial. He
must have more and more power, in,

order to control events and people, at
whatever cost to honesty and human
decency. Most any illegal act becomes
only a mistaken judgment, done "in
the best interest of the nation." Even
religion comes to be used as a shield
for political advantage. Uzziah became
so polluted by his power that he
thought he had a perfect right to in-
terpret Church rules acording to the
dictates of his own corrupted consci-
ence, to "enter the temple of the Lord
to burn incense on the altar." (26:16)
But he was called to account for this,

"Go out of the Sanctuarv; for you have
done wrong, and it will bring you no
honor from the Lord God." (26:18)

Solomon began his term of office bv
humbly pravirag for wisdom with
which to judge and serve his peoole.
He had great power but he began to
worship it for its own sake rather than
to use it as an instrument for instruct-
ing his nation. Such a Dattern was not
in the best interest of his nation, as
worship of power persuades a king to
suppose. It was not his enemies wuo
abused him. It was his own adornatioT.
of power and personal glorv that
brought his downfall. Put mildly, "His
heart was not wholly true to the Lord
his God." (I Kings 11:4)
Every added privilege that comes to

you and me tempts us to boost our
own ego, deepen our deoeption. It

would be good to learn to pray what
we so often say, "For thine (not ours)
is the kingdom, and the nower, and
the glory, for ever. Amen."

Uev. James Naisinitli

Invents Basketball

Basketball season is in full swing,
and many would like to know who in-
vented the game. In 1969 Lew Alcind-
er received the 1st James Naismith
Basket Ball Troohy for the plaver of
the year. This trophy was named from
Rev. James Naismith a Scotch Presby-
t' nan young man born in Ontario,
Canada.
James Naismith was a brilliant the-

ological student in the Presbyterian

College and Seminary in Montreal. He
also graduated as a doctor of medicine
and received a Master Degree in gym-
nastics. In Springfield, Mass. Naismith
became a director in gymnastics in the
Y. M. C. A. It is here he invented
basketball. The winter indoor sports
were boring so at the suggestion of a
director of the Y. M. C. A. Naismith
originated a new game, that could be
played indoors.

He took a round rugby football and
got the janitor to bring him two peach
baskets, which he nailed up 10 feet
high at each end of the gymnasium,
Nine players on each side made up the
teams. Thirteen rules were written by
Naismith and the game began. It was
called basketball because they used
peach baskets for goals .When a play-
er made a goal a person had to climb
a ladder and get the ball out of the
basket. Later the baskets which let the

ball go through the nets were inventd.
Rev. James Naismith took a position

as chaplain and athletic director in the
University of Kansas, at Lawrence,
Kansas. He organized sports for the
soldiers in the U. S. Army in the First
World War to build up the morale and
fight corruption among the soldiers.

During the Olympic Games in Ger-
many he assisted the coaches and ate
dinner with Hilter during the games.
He made a deep impression upon Hit-
ler for he sent a letter of sympathy to
his widow when Naismith died Nov.
28th, 1939.

We might mention here that Nai-
smith although a brilliant student of
the Bible yet did not receive his Doc-
tor's Degree until later on account of
taking a position in Y. M. C. A. His
Seminary conferred upon his his D. D.
degree later as a Presbyterian Minis-
ter.

His last woi\!j. What did those
words mean to Caiaphas, the arrogant
church leader? We see him standing
with his long, grey beard, dressed in
his dignified robe. "Yes, you the car-
penter's son, it is finished now, fin-
ished the delusions that blurred your
vision, finished the foolishness that
flowed like a fever in your blood. I

never watched a cross before. But this
I had to see. I don't like it. But it had
to be. If only you had been sensible,
stayed back in the hills of Galilee
where you belonged! But you had to
come to our holy city, into the temple
itself, hurl your high hat into our
teeth. We could not ignore it. This is

not a nice way to deal with heretics.
But how else can decency and order
be preserved in state and church. Man
you're finished. I'm sorry for you. But
I'm glad your idea is ended."

What did those words mean to Mary,
his mother? "Thank God, it is finish-
ed! I came to you once in Capernaum
and urged you to stop teaching. Peo-
ple weren't ready for your ideas. I

wanted you back home, to lead a more
quiet life. You thought you were wiser
than your mother. I knew you were
God's anointed and thought you were
doing his will' and I loved "you. But
now it has ended here, and such an
end. I was in Pilate's yard, my son,
when he brought you out. I saw them
press the crown of thorns upon your
head. But I was proud of you, my son,
proud! For in all that sea of hate, you
alone were calm. You bore yourself
like a king. When they drove in the
nails and raised the wood, I closed my
eyes and dropped my head and pray-
ed, 'O God, let it end, let it end swift-
ly!'

THE NUDGING AND TUGGING
OF THE SPIRIT OF GOD

(EDITORIAL)

"Not by might nor by power ,but by
my Spirit, saith the Lord of Hosts."
Zech. 4:7.

I was standing by a sea shore one
day and watched the restlessness of a
full rigged sail boat tugging at her
lines that held her to the wharf. The
waves rushing in and out, seemed to

urge the ship to break away and put
out into the deep.

The wind also filled the loosely fur-

led sails, as if to say, unfurl your
wings, let's fly out to sea. I have the
power to drive you out into the great
ocean where you belong. You do not
belong here tied ud to this dock.

Today, it seems to me the Holy
Spirit like the waves and the wind is

urging, is tugging, at our hearts and
our churches to enter out into the
world in the power of the Spirit of
God, but many are moored to the
wharf of idleness bv the ropes of an
easy life. Some say we need the pow-
er of more organization, or we need
greater sums of money, or we need
more complicated ritual. Some say we
need to compromize our convictions,
and throw out a shallow but united
front to the world. Some say we need
more action in the social world, even
if it does not come from the convert-
ed heart of love.

The churches that are growing to-

dav are those who seek to follow the
leading of the Holy Spirit. Yes, they
are the ones that emphasize the lead-
ing of the Holy Spirit of God Many
of these churches do not have the well
trained and educated ministry that
some of the older denominations have,
but some how they are reaching the
people, they are building the King-
dom at a rapid rate.

Rev. Thomas I. Smith, was born in

Sherrad, West Virginia on January 19,

1907, the son of Mr. Hugh Alexander
and Mrs. Agnes Young Irvine Smith.
The ywere Scots, Mr. Smith was justly
proud of his Scotch heritage.
On July 2°.th 1952 he was happily

married to Mi?s Mildred Anne Harrell,
in Baltimore, Maryland. This union
was blessed with two sons, Hugh David
and Thomas Jonathan. He was a grad-
uate of Wa?hington and Jeff rson
College; frcm Princeton Theo^gical
Seminary, from which he had two
theological' degrees — a Bachelor of
Theology and a Mr'er of Theology.
Theologically, he was a conservative.
He was well equipped for the minis-
try. He was a great student of the
Word of God In hi? large library there
were hundreds of volumes and Biblical
studies and commentaries and histor-

ical treatises. He would have been a

top flight professor of Old Testament
Literature in a Theologial Seminary.
He was active in many of the organiz-
ations of Ashe County. He has been a
leader in Boy Scout work. He has
splendidly filled places a? pa tor and
humanitarian movements He was
active and most useful in the work of

the Presbytery.

The last university that he attend 1

was the Harvard Law School. He has
been an accountant in the Federal
Reserve Bank in Pittsburg. He drew
up a profit and loss statement (1937-

1941). He had several years' experi-
ence in World War II. He was an offi-

cer of the Anti-Aircraft Automatic
Weapons, at Camo Davis, North Caro-
ina. He was discharged as a Captain
of the Field Artillery. He had foriegn
service in the Pacific Area.

To return to his outstanding work
in the ministry he wps a member of
the United Presbyterian Church of

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WHY NOT HAVE A
BICENTENNIAL OF

PRAYER?

(EDITORIAL)

"Blessed is the nation whose God
is the Lord" Ps. 33:1a

The United States of America will
go all out to celebrate the two-hund-
reth year from the founding of our
nation. 1775 was a great year for the
colonies — for the break from the
mother country that had become a
tyrant to a people who had learned to
love freedom. The year 1775 and the
few years following were the forma-
tive years of our country.
Did we ever consider the part that

prayer played in these important years
of our nation? In this article I would
like to show that not only battles were
fought, declarations signed, and a con-
stitution formed, but the formation of
the Union was rocked in a cradle of
rraver. Men believed in God and his
providence in those days. George
Washington the Father of our country
not only had the persistance to fight
the superior British Army but he was
a man of prayer.

George Washington in the time of
distress where his men suffered in the
winter was seen praying in the snow
at Valley Forge. After the decisive
victory at Trenton the words were
sroken by Washington "Let us thank
God." A young lieutenant said to
Washington "You surely know how to
stand up to responsibility." Washing-
ton's penetrating eyes searched the
young lieutenants face, then replied,
"Where you have someone who will
share the burden it is easier to travel
the rough road unafraid."

President Washington's Praver for
the Nation:

"Almighty God, we make our earnest
praver that Thou wilt keep the United
States in thy holy protection; that
Thou wilt incline the hearts of the
citizens to cultivate a spirit of subor-
dination and obedience to government,
and entertain a brotherly affection and
love for one another and for their
fellow citizens of the United States at
large.

And, finally that Thou wilt most
graciously be pleased to dispose us all

to do justice, to love mercy, and to de-
mean ourselves with that charity,
humility, and pacific temper of mind
which were the characteristics of the
Divine Author of our blessed religion,

and without an humble imitation of
whose example in these things we can
never hope to be a haapy nation.
Grant our supplications, we beseech
Thee, through Jesus Christ our Lord,
Amen."

After the war with Britain had been
won and the representatives from each
colony had gathered to form the union
in 1787 at the Convention in Philadel-
phia. Five weeks went by and the dele-
gates could not get together. It looked
as if the union would be broken up
even after the terrible struggle to be
free.

Beniamin Franklin arose to his feet
and said:
Mr. President,,

In this situation of this Assemblv,
groning. as it were, in the dark, to find
politic truth, and scarce able to dis-

tinguish it when presented to us, how
has it happened, sir, that we have not
hitherto once thought of humblv ap-
plving to the Father of light to illuni-

nate our understandings? In the be-
ginning of the contest with Britian,
when we were sensible of danger, we
had daily prayers in this room for the
Divine protection. Our prayers, sir

were heard: and they were graciously
answered. All of us who were engaged
in the struggle must have observed
frequent instances of a superintending
Providence in our favour. To that

kind Providence we owe this happy
opportunity of consulting in peace on
the means of establishing our future
national felicity. And have we now
forgotten that powerful friend? Do we
imagine we no longer need His assis-

tance? I have lived, sir. a long time;
and the longer I live, the more con-
vincing proofs I see of this truth, that
God governs in the affairs of men.
And if a sparrow cannot fall to the
ground without his notice, is it proba-
ble that an empire can rise without
his aid? We have been assured, sir, in
the Sacred Writings, that "except the
Lord build the house, they labour in
vain that build it " I firmly believe
this; and I also believe ,that without
His concurring aid. we shall succeed
in this political building no better than
the building of Babel; we shall be
divided bv our little partial local in-'

terests, our projects will be confound-
ed, and we ourselves shall become a
reproach and a byword down to future
ages, and, what is worse, mankind may
hereafter, from this unfortunate in-

stance, of establishing government by
human wisdom, and leave it to chance,
war and conquest. I therefore beg
leave to move, that henceforth prayers,
imploring the assistance of Heaven and
its blessing on our deliberations, be
held in this Assembly everv morning
before we proceed to business; and
that one or more of the clergv of this
citv be requested to officiate in that
service.

After this request and prayers were
made in the Assembly the colonies
came to a suitable agreement and
formed the Union which is our United
States of America. Through the rough
times of the forming of this nation th°
great men believed in praver and
prayed to God. We are thankful for
the providence of God that has per-

Limited. God gave us vast resources
to be used for the good of all. From
this has come tremendous energy
which we as a nation are wasting at
an alarming rate. Someone said, "We
treat energy the way a baby treats
food — we spill it on to the ground,
spew it into the air and smear it on
our faces, as if we need not worry
about running out." Those who know
tell us that our nation, of some 210
million people uses more energy to
run air conditioners than is used by
some 800 million in China, not just for
air conditioners but for all purposes.
And that the amount of food consum-
ed by our people would provide 1.5

billion (not million) Chinese their or-
dinary diet. This does not mean that a
Christian need lower their food stand-
ard to the average of a person in
China, but it does raise a question
about our rrrsant consumption of
energy involved with food.

Too, as a people we g:ve little

thought to the ethics of energy if it

disturbs present commercial practices
or home luxury. With research, which
admittedly would cost the consumer a
temporary disadvantage, a vast saving
of energy would be achieved. The 100-

watt light bulb such as most of us now
use, uses only 5 percent of its energy
to give light. The rest is wasted. This
could be changed. Slick advertising
coaxes us to use automobiles whose
engines waste 80 percent of the fuel
burned in them, some getting only 8

or 10 miles per gal. This need not be.
"We have motorized gadgets to do
nearly everything — brush our teeth,

comb our hair, polish our shoes, open
our cans, dry our hair."

In such a time when we have less
and less of resources ,we are using up
this energy at a faster and faster rate.

Back in the 1940's we used less than
one-fourth of the electricity that we
are now using per person. They tell

us that in the year 1950 we got along
pretty well on 50 pounds of meat per
person, while now in the U. S. we are
eatinig, despite inflation, 119 pounds
per person In providing all this extra
for the taste, immense energy was
blown away.
A part of a nation's energy resides

in its people's respect for it. and dis--

ciplined use of it. The Christian re-
gards the earth's resources as God-

America from 1947 to 1958, where he
had a pastorate in Baltimore, Mary-
land. He was received in what is

popularly known as the Southern Pres-
bvterian Church and was received by
Winston-Salem Presbytery on Janu-
ary 21, 1958. Since then he has been
pastor of the West Jefferson Presby-
terian Church and its successor —
The Mount Jefferson Presbyterian
Church. He i sthe author of "A Sol-
dier's Theology."

He went to his Heavenly home from
Ashe County Memorial Hospital on
April 3, 1975 — after an earthly pil-

grimage of more than 68 years.

To a great degree he was responsi-
ble for the renovation of the original
sanctuary and the new addition to the
edifice. The church grew during his
pastorate and became more interested
in the denomination as a whole. It will
be difficult to fill his shoes as pastor
and a leader in several of the com-
mittees of the County. He was frequen-
tly invited to address popular gather-
ings.

One of his favorite of the Psalms
was the twenty third — "The Lord is

my shepherd; I shall not want." Also,

The bottle is pictured in the
Fame atmosphere with strong sports,
pretty girls, beautiful surroundings,
the great out-of-doors. Sin doesn't say,
"Come, I will waste your money arid
distort your spiritual vision." It doesn't
say, "I will lead you and your loved
ones into misery and tragedy." Rather,
sin says. "Come. I will do you good."
And while we are looking at The good,
sin subtly sows a seed, pushes into
the good, corrupting it, making itself
the good.

Mrs. Ella Severt was the daughter
of Mrs. Nancy Brown, and was born
in the Reno Section of Ashe County
on January 15th, 1876. The days of
her pilgrimage were 99 years, 6 mon-
ths, and 27 days. The most of her
schooling was in the Baldwin Com-
munity.
On February 13, 1901 she was mar-

He was 34 and his bride was 25 years
old.

AMERICA NEEDS THIS
FREEDOM

To you? To who? Who's you? To
Joseph and Mary? That, we know. But
this says he was born to some farm-
ers out in a field, "Keeping watch over
tneir flock by night." Not born to Her-
od and his wife in their royal palace
in Jerusalem. Not born to Augustus
Caesar on his throne in mighty Rome.
Not born to any of the satisfied church
officers, chief priests, scribes, custodi-
ans of custom, religion as is. "For" all
of these to be sure, but not "to."

Born only to some humble folk, at
their simple, routine tasks, but who,
in the quiet of the night were longing
for a light, open for an entrance, ready
for a reception. "To you is born . . a
Savior." Not a soother, not a condoner,
but a Christ, who is Lord of life, or
could be. One who makes all things
new. Or wants to. With all their petty
self-will and adjusted complacency,
yet deep within, was a heart "reaching
for infinite reality. Thus to them was
born, near the newness of dawn—

a

Savior.

They were ready to believe that such
a birth could happen, even in a stable.
The stable was a sign. "This will be
a sign for you: you will find a babe . .

lying in a manger." Many looked for
a sign of his coming in a mansion.

A recent letter received by the exe-
cutive secretary of the Bible Society
in Panama from the Ministry of Educa-
tion of Panama stated: "This office
has granted authorization to Mrs Car-
men da Solorzano to visit primary
schools of the country and offer for
the consideration of school principal's
and teachers a new orientation pro-
gram of Biblical teaching . .

."

Mrs. Solorzano is the director of
special programs for the distribution
of the Holy Scriptures under the us-
pices of the Bible Society and her mis-
sion is to present to professors and
teachers adequate material for the
teaching of religion. As basic textbooks
the programs include the following
Scriptures: "The Man Who Turned The
World Upside Down" (the life of
Christ), "Wnen Everything Began"
! Genesis), and "Every Inch A Man"
(the story of Joseph), for the second
and third graders. The New Testament,
'God Conies To Man" (Popular
Spanish Version), is the study text-
bock for the fourth, fifth and sixth
graders. The entire text of the letter
from the Ministry of Education show-
ed great interest in "taking God's Word
'o children in a clear and pleasant-
form."
Lie long inclusion of the Bible in

official educational programs has also
been sought after in Brazil by the
churches.
According to a report from Rio de

Janeiro dated May 29, 1975, this desire
has been achieved in a law which
reads: "National Congress decree: Arti-
cle 7. It will be compulsory to include
in the educational plans for first and
second grade schools moral and civic

education, the study of the Bible,
physical education, artistic education
and health programs . .

."

These evergreen ropes are used to dec-
orate buildings and for street decorat-
ions for the streets and cities that use
them.

"That very day two of them were
going to a village named Emmaus,
about seven miles from Jerusalem . . .

and they said, we had hoped that he
was the one to redeem Israel."
"We had hoped, we had hoped."

Have you ever heard that said by any-
one before? Unfilled hopes seem to be
the lot of almost everyone, at one time
or another in their life.

Spring seems to be a great time of
refreshing for many people. Flowers
blooming, gardens being planted,
Easter services, and family reunions
make this a time of year for renewed
hope. But despite the lift that Spring
seems to bring to many people, it does
not erase the fact that often our hopes
have been dashed by some event that
we could not control or forces over
which our finite power could not pre-
vail.

Is that true for you? If so, Easter is

for you. There is hope this Easter be-
cause hopeless men have been given
hope by the resurrection of Jesus
Christ from the dead.

Often we think we are different than
other people because we have exper-
ienced a particular problem or disap-
pointment which they have not. That
is perhaps how those two men on the
road to Emmaus felt that day, as they
talked about the hope that they had
had in Jesus, which hope has now been
destroyed.

"We had hoped that he was the one
to redeem Israel," they said.

All they could talk
about now were the days when Jesus
walked among them.
Now oil they seemed able to do was

Often it is the- unfilled expectations

of our l ;ves w^'-h cause us to cry out
to Gcd. These two men. who walked on

Her rame, Sarah. God speaks to her
husband through a strange man: "I

will surely return to you in the
Spring " and Sarah your wife shall

have a son." She secretly listens to this

glad word of hope from just inside

the road to Emmaus that morning had
expectations. They had expectations
which had been dashed (or so they
thought) by the e"d of Jesus' life.

They didn't even seem to have been
given a glimmer of hooe bv the report
that Jesus' tomb had been found emp-
ty. AH they had le^t-pd frnm the re-
nort was that Jesus had not been seen.
How ironic. They could not see Jesus
either, despite that fact that they
walked along with him and conversed
with him about the events which had
taken nlace in Jerusalem. Well, Why
didn't they see Jesu.s? ApDarently, they
were in such a heart of mind that
they could not see Jesus.

It is significant that Jesus was seen
by his followers when he sat and broke
bread with them. It was then that they
recognized him. It was this that they
reported when they returned to Jerus-
alem and reported the incident to the
rest of the discinles. They said, "He
had been made known to them in the
breaking of the bread."

In the breaking of the bread? Yes, in
the breaking of the bread, then they
were able to see Jesus for themselves.
The Scriptures tell us that. "Christ
died for our sins, that he was buried
and that he was raised from the dead
on the third day." These three ele-
ments of Jesus' career are always out
together because it is in understanding
why Jesus died that we can gain hone
from h's resurrection from the dead.
After all, if God desired, he could have
raised anv man from the dead. But it

is Jesus God raised from, the dead. In
raising Jesus from the dead, God put
his stamn of aDproval UDon the suec-
ticle of the cross. It is God's stamp of
anproval unon his way of salvation.
It was God overcoming sin and its

nenaltv of death bv utterly destroying
both d^ath and hell, bv the offering of
himself on nur behalf. Jesus gave us
hone by destroying the enemy of hone
which is sin and death. Trulv. Jesus
dying and rising from the dead was
tVip "i^path of death in the d°ath of
Christ." .Tpcuq rising from the dead
confirmed God's victory over bo+h sin
and. death, and once and for all Put
to ^°ath the enemies of hope.
When Jesus broke the bread for his

followers that day, he was saying.
"Took at my death, and the reason I
puf-Pored. I didn't redeem "Israel." it

didn't ns»ed redeeming I redeemed
you. and because I did. you will one
day no longer know death or suffering
or honelessness.

their tent door. But at her age it all

seems ridiculous, that she laughs at

the idea, silently. She didn't want the
stranger to know that she was laugh-
ing at the absurdity of having a child

at her age.

In the drama the Lord is in the
stranger and He knows what Sarah is

thinking. He turns to Abraham and
says, "Why "did Sarah laugh?" She
now takes a step out the tent door and
denies, "I did not laugh." She is afraid
to admit that she has laughed at what
possibly may have been a divine mes-
sage. The stranger speaks up firmly
row, "No. but you did laugh." She
listened, she laughed, she lied.

What could have been to her a di-

vine message, was only an absurd il-

lusion. This was her supreme error,
rot to be on the lookout for God. the
eternal Source of good for aU beings,
even in the most unlikely circumstan-
ces, ^o laugh when she could have
been learning. To make a joke out of
a creative possibility. Eccl. 3:4 knows,
"There is a time to weep, and a time
to laugh." Or as Jesus put it, "Woe to
you that laugh now, for you shall
mourn and weep." He had the deepest
joy. Yet he knew that to live mostly
for surface amusement, laughing and
joking over ti'ivial nothingness, or over
some tw'sted sense of moral values —
was a forecast of frustration in the
Winter ahead.

Sarah's laugh that day, though silent,

was loud enough to keep her from
hearing the voice of God. Let us admit
that it is easier to hide from the act-
ual "it" by the kind of laughter that
can be gotten from a can of beer or
from the coarse humor of some sexy
or simple-minded scene. But that sort
of joyless humor, awakens no Spring-
time to warm the heart. It is so easy
to dim His voice, with a hollow laugh.
Indeed there is "a time to laugh".

As with Sarah. God keeps working
within us in spite of all our vanity and
scorn. After a long, hard winter of
wind and cold. Srjringtime finally
came again, as the stranger had said —
and a son was born! Sarah laughs
again! But now. it is a wholesome,
healthy laugh, for God was in it. She
could say, "God has made laughter for
roe." She now saw that God was active
in his birth. She knew that if she let

Him work through her. He could bring
blessings to all the nations of the wor-
ld. This new idea of laughter meant
so much to her, she wanted to be con-
stantly reminded of it. So she named
the newborn son, "He Laugheth."
That's what the name "Isaac" means.

Said the Savior, "That my joy may
be in you." Joy lives, we laugh! Spring
rises, A Son is born!
