There is a most important lesson here for us would-be help-

ers and, like most important lessons, a very hard lesson which

must be learned over and over. The most we can hope for is to

become good laborers. We can never be lord of the harvest. Our

passionate, well-intentioned desire to help not-with-standing, we

can only offer help. The result of our offering is out of our hands.

At Barium Springs Home for Children we regularly try to

evaluate our labors. At times, it seems we have done a really

sound piece of work but Alice leaves seemingly none the better

off for our efforts. What went wrong? Then we recognize all

sorts of mistakes made with Judy who progresses nicely. What
went right? All would-be helpers—ministers, teachers, physicians,

parents—have experienced both sides of this puzzle. Yet we go

on claiming credit when it goes right and assigning blame (or

feeling guilty ) when it goes wrong. How can we learn to perform

our particular task as best we know how and not quarrel with

what God does with our planting and watering? That's hard to

do!

I recall as a boy being sent to plow and always having to

answer to my father for any sloppy work. But when my work was

acceptable, my responsibility ended. Neither rain nor wind nor

crows not insects nor any other of the multitude of things affect-

ing the harvest was my responsibility. I was never blamed for a

poor crop. Come to think of it, neither was I given any credit for

a good harvest. He who plants and waters and plows really does

not matter.

Should we would-be helpers be blamed or credited—held

accountable? By all means! But only for the quality of our work;
never for what God—or man—makes of it.

Whatever you have received, more than others—in

health, in talents, in ability, in success, in a pleas-

ant childhood, in harmonious conditions of home
life—all this you must not take to yourself as a

matter of course. In gratitude for your good for-

tune, you must render some sacrifice of your own
life for another life.

You believe that

the strength of our country depends on a strong viable citizenry

willing to forego personal luxuries, that others less fortunate may
have an opportunity to become contributing members of our

society. You know how important strong family relationships are

as a training ground for effective citizenship. You know Barium

Springs has solid innovative programs to help strengthen the

family. You know how important your prayers and your gifts

are to us.

And because you are important to us—and we believe we
are important to you too—Bee Quest wants to suggest ways you

can help us and, at the same time, result in tax savings for you.

You are probably aware that every dollar you give to us is

tax deductible. Congress has enacted legislation to provide tax

benefits to encourage generous support of family service agencies

such as Barium Springs. The value of your deduction depends on

your tax rate. For example, if you are in the 30 *a tax bracket, a

gift to us of $300.00 results in a tax savings of $90.00; a gift of

$1000.00, a tax savings of $300.00.

There are other plans which, from a tax viewpoint, may be

even more attractive than outright cash gifts. Possibly you own
securities or other properties which have increased substantially

in value. If you sell them, a large part of the gain will be taxed;

but give them to Barium and none of the gain is taxed . . . and

you receive a tax deduction for the market value of the gift.

And then there is the deferred gift—a gift through your

Will. By action of our Board of Regents all unrestricted bequests

from our supporters are added to the Endowment and only the

return on the bequest is used to meet current operating needs. In

this way your bequest will continue to serve our program for

many years to come. Here are two of the most frequently used

forms of charitable bequests to Barium.

1. Outright Bequest. In an outright bequest anything you

own may be left to us, to be used in a specific manner if

you so designate, or as directed by our Regents. Such a be-

quest passes at the time of settlement directly to us for our

immediate use. There are several methods for specifying an

outright bequest:

( 1 ) A definite dollar amount.

( 2 ) A fraction or percentage of the total estate.

(3) A fraction or all of the residuary estate. (That part

of the estate which is left after deduction of all ex-

penses, debts, taxes and specific bequests.

)

(4) Specific property: a house, other real estate, stocks,

bonds, insurance proceeds, personal property.

At the present time such bequests are exempt from Federal

Estate taxes and from inheritance taxes in most states.

2. Contingent Beneficiary. There is always the possibility

that the beneficiaries named in your Will may predecease you.

Why not name Barium the contingent beneficiary? In the absence

of a provision naming a contingent beneficiary, costly litigation

may be necessary to determine those persons entitled to your estate

if such a contingency does occur. A statement in your Will similar

to the following would suffice: "In the event of the failure or

lapse of any legacy or devise herein such that the property so be-

queathed would pass by intestacy, I direct that in lieu thereof,

such property shall pass to Barium Springs Home foi Children,

Barium Springs, N. C." Your attorney at the time you make your

Will or change it should advise you as to the proper wording for

such a provision.

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DAY CARE SERVICES EXPANDED

The day care program of our

Family and Child Development
Center now offers services for in-

fants and toddlers, in addition to

its already popular activities for

three and four year olds.

Sara P. Kent, director, said the

program for babies is certified for

ten children, ages six weeks to 24
months. There are currently eight

children in the program, ranging

from six weeks to 17 months. Ap-
plications for the remaining two
vacancies have been approved.

The two caregivers are Mildred
Daniels and Shirley Park, the latter

a registered nurse.

Up to seven children can be serv-

ed in the program for two year olds,

where Edith Roseboro is the teach-

er. At present, five boys and two
girls are enrolled.

Individual activities for the chil-

dren are based on their needs, the

directed explained. Services include

skilled quality day care, indivual

help in development, games and
activities, and balanced meals and
snacks. Play time and a rest period
are also parts of the day.

Before beginning the program,
caregivers in the infant-toddler

areas took in-depth training. They
also visited local and other day care

centers to observe.

The two caregivers in the pro-

gram for babies will each have five

children for whom to provide speci-

fied developmental training. Dur-
ing the day the parent's feeding

schedule for infants will be follow-

ed. Parents provide formula for the

baby.

Introduction of new foods is by
joint agreement between parent and
caregiver. The multipurpose room
for infants includes cribs, a special-

ly designed table with infant chairs,

selected toys and exercise mats, and
a large play area.

A chart is kept showing the

child's daily activities, feeding and
important events, such as first words
spoken, and is given to the parents

at the end of the day.

Two year olds have games and
toys selected to encourage develop-

ment, and are housed in a large

room with plastic sliding boards

and tunnels. Activities chosen are

based on the infant and toddler

learning program designed by the

Division of Pediatrics at the Uni-
versity of Cincinnati.

Their specially designed kit tells

the teacher what activities can be
performed for a specific area of

development, then describes ma-
terials needed and how to complete
it. A description of the activity is

sent to the parents to encourage

them to reinforce the activity.

The purpose of this unique pro-

gram, said Mrs. Kent, is to foster

the young child's sensory, motor,

perceptual and language develop-

ment.

Other students at the day care

center include 20 (the capacity)

three year olds, cared for by two
teachers and a CETA worker, and
21 four year olds with two teachers.

There is space for three more four

year olds.

Indoor and outdoor (weather
permitting) activities are scheduled

for all of the children.

Mrs. Kent said one important

part of the program is the involve-

ment of parents who are encourag-

ed to take an active interest in their

child's activities. A parents' advi-

sory committee formulates plans

and discusses parents' wishes.

Periodically, workshops and meet-
ings are held at the center for par-

ents. At a recent workshop, parents

discussed discipline problems. Cor-

poral punishment is never used at

the center, the director said. Instead,

caregivers enforce the time-out met-
hod, in which the child is separated

from the group for a short period

of time.

Parents are also encouraged to

come by the director's office and

watch their child on a closed circuit

television system. Parents can see

the activities their child is taking

part in, and observe the caregiver

at work.

Mrs. Kent said she and staff

members use the system to evaluate

the program, often videotaping ac-

tivities in the rooms.

The day care Center is becoming
a model center. Classes at Catawba
Valley Technical College in Hickory
send members to observe at the

center. Mrs. Kent said there are

plans for the center to become
more active in providing a training

program for day care workers.

The infant-toddler program op-

ened with specific goals, aimed at

the parents and the children. Goals
for interaction with parents include

helping the parents learn what the

child needs and what they can do
to help him grow.

For the children, goals focus or.

the development of a healthy body,

of an active mind and of whole-

some feelings.

More information about the cen-

ter and its program is available

from the director.

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BEE QUEST

DEFINITIONS TO REMEMBER
A properly drawn Will is the instrument by which you can provide

for the security and welfare of loved ones. Some of the legal terms and

phrases associated with Wills may be a bit confusing for many of us.

Bee Quest, therefore, is pleased to define some of these basic terms.

WILL: Your direction in writing setting forth how you want your

property distributed at death. It has no effect until your death.

Any adult of sound mind, regardless of how little or how much
he possesses, should have a Will.

TESTATOR: The person who makes a Will.

EXECUTOR: The person (or bank or trust company) responsible for

seeing that the terms of the Will are carried out.

WITNESS: The testator is not required to sign in the presence of wit-

nesses; however, if he signs before calling the witnesses, he must
tell them that the instrument is his Will and that the signature

is his. The testator must see the witnesses sign. Witnesses do
not read the Will. In North Carolina two witnesses are required,

but three are recommended. A witness should not receive any

property in the Will.

SPECIFIC BEQUEST: A gift by Will of specific property given to

another.

RESIDUARY BEQUEST: That part of the estate which is left after

deduction of all expenses, debts, taxes, and specific bequests.

CONTINGENT BEQUEST: A gift by Will of any part of the estate

which other beneficiaries are unable to receive because of death

or other reasons.

COST: Fees may vary from $35 to $100 for a simple Will ... a more
detailed Will may cost more. Check the fee with your lawyer

in advance.

SAFEKEEPING: Your Will should be kept where it can be found im-
mediately by your executor. A good place for your Will is

with your attorney. It is also a good idea to keep an unsigned
copy in your own home to review from time to time for any
possible changes.

PROBATE: The court proceeding which verifies the validity of the

Will and insures that the terms of the Will are followed.

OTHER HELPFUL DEFINITIONS

CHARITABLE GIFTS: Gifts by Will to schools, churches, hospitals,

health, welfare and other qualified charitable organizations (in-

cluding Barium Springs) are not subject to the estate tax. There

is an unlimited estate tax deduction for such gifts.

LIFETIME GIFTS: If you can afford to give up some of your assets now
you may save estate taxes by making current gifts to family

members and others. You many give as much as $3000 annually

to each of as many individuals as you choose and there is no
gift tax. The $3000 annual exclusion may be increased to $6000
when one spouse agrees to let the other use his/her annual

exclusion.

JOINT OWNERSHIP: Property registered in the names of two persons

with the survivor to be the sole owner. One-half of any com-
munity property automatically goes to the survivor and is not

included in the gross estate of the first spouse to die.

GROSS ESTATE: Includes securities, tangible personal property, real

property, cash, mortgages, notes, or any other assets over which
the decedent retained any rights of ownership.

FEDERAL ESTATE TAX: The tax on the transfer of property at death.

TAXABLE ESTATE: Reduce the Gross Estate by deducting funeral and

administration expenses, debts, the marital deduction and the

charitable deduction.

MARITAL DEDUCTION: For property which passes to the spouse an

estate is allowed a deduction of $250,000 or one-half the ad-

justed gross estate whichever is greater. Extreme care should

be exercised to be sure the marital deduction is properly pro-

vided for in the Will. Remember this deduction is not auto-

matic.

APPRECIATION: An increase in value. Stocks, real estate, paintings,

art objects, rare books, coin collections, etc., often increase

substantially in value. When such items are sold and the sale

price is larger than the purchase price the difference is the

capital gain and is subject to income tax.

TRUST: A legal instrument whereby one person (trustor) transfers

title to property to another person known as the trustee who
holds, invests, and administers the property for the benefit of

the person (s) named in the trust agreement. Trusts may be
revocable or irrevocable, simple or complex, testamentary (estab-

lished by Will) or inter vivos (established while the trustor is

still living). The powers of the trustee are set forth in the trust

agreement and by state law. He must take whatever action a

prudent man would to preserve the capital of the trust and

make the property produce a reasonable income.

ESTATE PLANNING: This is the overall process of setting up a pro-

gram for creating, accumulating, conserving and distributing

your property for maximum benefit for yourself and loved ones.

A Will is usually the key to a sound estate plan.

GIFT ANNUITY: This is a gift to Barium in return for which we pay
the donor a fixed annual income for life. Donor receives a

sizeable charitable deduction ... a large portion of each annuity

is tax-free. *###*#

A. Providing residential child care in response to denned

needs in co-operation with other private and public agen-

cies in North Carolina.

Providing day care in response to defined needs in the

Statesville-Troutman area serving as a model for the

churches of Synod.

Providing and/or promoting family life education and

counseling in harmony with other Synod efforts to help

families.

II. In providing these basic ministries Barium Springs Home for

Children will be involved in:

A Brief Background
During the latter part of the nineteenth century most denominations

and many fraternal groups established orphanages for a very specific pur-

pose: To care for orphaned children.

"The year 1883 saw the first movement on the part of Presby-

terians of North Carolina, looking to the establishment of an

Orphanage, for the destitute children of our church . . . The
number of children seeking refuge in the home (Charlotte)

increased so rapidly that the ladies . . . thought it wise to place

the Home under the broad aegis of Synod . . . The removal

to Barium Springs occurred January 11, 1891 . . . The children

in the Home before its removal from Charlotte numbered

about 25."

Two characteristics of orphanages need mention. First, children were
cared for in extremely large groups. It was not uncommon for one "ma-
tron" to be responsible for thirty, forty, or even fifty children.

"Then at 6:30 the big bell again rings . . . From Lottie

Walker Building, seventy girls are headed for the dining
room, forty-four small ones from Annie Louise . . . Forty-three

from upstairs Rumple Hall . . . Twenty-six big boys from
Jennie Gilmer, forty little boys from Synod . . . Thirty-six

from Alexander . . . From Howard comes twenty-four boys . .

."

The second outstanding characteristic of orphanages was that most
children stayed for extremely long periods of time. Many came as infants

and remained until graduation from high school or even college.

"The size of the graduating class has increased steadily . . .

The average class now numbers 20 . . . Flora MacDonald is

the most popular college for girls; Davidson for the boys."

Although orphanages served a definite need, various people began
to question the effects of living in such large groups for long periods of

time. These questions led to a reduction in size of living groups beginning
in the mid-20's and the trend continues today. The curent maximum per
group at Barium is eight.

A series of developments during the 1930s brought profound
changes for the orphanages. A dramatic increase in medical knowledge
and technique enabled more and more parents to live past their child-

rearing years. Hence, there were fewer orphans. With the development
of Social Security and welfare programs those children needing care were
often eligible for some type of grant. As a result, interested friends, neigh-
bors or relatives could afford to take them into their homes. Added to

these changes was a renewed emphasis on caring for children in their own
homes.

"But this year, commencing July 1, 1937, the State, together
with the Federal government, is launching a program that

should care for every family that has broken down from

DAY CARE
With the addition of infants and two-year

olds in early January the Day Care Program at

Barium Springs has taken on a new look. Each

weekday 6l children (10 infants, 7 two-year

olds, 20 three-year olds, and 24 four-year olds)

engage in a variety of activities to enrich their

world.

Goals for all ages focus on the development

of a healthy body, an active mind and whole-

some feelings. Each day has a "framework"

that is predictable. A consistent but not rigid

schedule allows flexibility for individual needs

and for emergencies.

The planned program is designed to meet
the interests and needs of the children. Activi-

ties promote interaction with others but also

leave the child free to play alone and develop

special skills and interests. Time is spent out

doors and in the gym to develop physical skills.

Field trips are planned to enhance the child's

knowledge of his world.

In addition to serving children in the

Troutman - Statesville - Mooresville area, the

center serves as a model for day care workers

to come and observe and take part in work-

shops.

The Day Care Program receives support

from the parents of the children, the Iredell

County Department of Social Services, the

N. C. Department of Human Resources, the

N. C. Food Services Program, and from Barium
Springs Home for Children which provides

about 50% of the budget.

In the summer an additional 30 children,

ages 5-10, participate in a program specifically

designed for them. This program includes

swimming, arts and crafts, and field trips to

enhance the child's knowledge of his surround-

ings.

The center is presently operating at capac-

ity enrollment with a waiting list of 15 chil-

dren for the new infant-toddler program.

Parent participation and education is also

an important part of the Day Care Program.

Monthly meetings and workshops are held with

a recent three hour workshop on discipline. Par-

ents are encouraged to come by the director's

office and watch their child on the closed circuit

television system.

All teachers and staff are participating in

continuing education through workshops pre-

sented by the center director and Title XX day

care consultants from Appalachian University.

The center is licensed and certified by the state.

RESIDENTIAL CARE
From its beginnings as an orphanage Bar-

ium Springs has developed into a multi-pro-

gram family service agency in which residential

group care is only one of its services. Today,

we provide counseling to families in crisis and

residential care to adolescent youngsters who
exhibit emotional and behavioral problems. Our
program is designed to help these families

handle their responsibilities rather than for

Barium to assume the family's problems.

Every situation is different and requires in-

dividualized planning and goal setting. Some
families have the strengths and motivation to

achieve reunification. Some accept their need

to live apart but work toward a level of re-

lationship that gives them some satisfaction.

Others have minimal contact due to disadvant-

aged circumstances, unknown whereabouts of

family members, or an extremely high level

of tension in their relationships.

But, regardless of the situation, we make
every effort to help youngsters and parents

come to terms with the nature of their relation-

ship, and hopefully, to improve these relation-

ships.

The Residential Program is reality oriented,

emphasizing the young person's learning to as-

sume responsibility for his/her own behavior.

Activities are structured to provide a sense of

order and the opportunity to develop positive

relationships with both adults and peers.

Each of the seven self-sufficient cottages has

a capacity for eight youngsters. There is a cen-

tral kitchen and dining room, gym, recreation

room, swimming pool, a large playground area,

staff residences and apartments, administrative

offices and a number of utility buildings.

Group living is the most significant charact-

eristic in one's experience at Barium. Because

we believe a youngster's peers can be a helpful

influence in his/her development, the staff uses

a variety of formal and informal methods to

help each achieve his positive potential.

In other areas, such as recreation, work pro-

gram and Christian Education, the group ap-

proach is used to encourage youngsters to work
together and help each other.

Perhaps the most important quality of the

Residential Program is its people. Our staff

cares about the hurts of others and is com-

mitted to helping them overcome their pain.

Presbyterian Personal and

Family Life Center

As we near the completion of our first

year of operation, it is both pleasing and chal-

lenging that this center at Wilmington is pro-

viding service at a level originally projected to

be reached within three years. It is also signi-

ficant that churches, the Presbytery and in-

dividuals have made commitments in terms of

financial resources, time, and interest to insure

that this service ministry is available.

The strongest area of service in terms of

counseling has been to individuals, couples and

youth. Our primary work in education has been

through consultation and support of pastors,

and in the area of parenting skills.

Persons using our service come from a wide

range of socioeconomic backgrounds and with

an equally wide range of difficulties in their

personal and family living.

During the year the close connection be-

tween the Church and this ministry has been

identified by individuals and churches using

this service as a significant factor in their lives.

Persons seem to discover hope through exper-

iencing the Church caring enough to work with

them personally in the midst of complex and

disturbing situations.

While a large number of those served come
from the Greater Wilmington area, 25% live

more than 20 miles from Wilmington. An
outreach to pastors and parishioners through-

out the Presbytery has found a beginning and,

hopefully, will be expanded in the months to

come.

A frequently asked question has to do with

the relationship between Barium Springs Home
for Children and the Center. Barium is strongly

involved in the care of troubled children. One
of the contributing causes to troubles in chil-

dren is the instability of families. In addressing

this problem, Barium works with Presbyteries

to establish Family Life Centers that seek to

strengthen the life of families and individuals

"where they live."

In many ways it is a preventative measure,

intended to provide help before there is a need

to place children in residential care facilities.

Barium's role is to help establish such centers,

provide substantial financial aid for a specified

period, and to give administrative support and

direction.

A. Yes, such visits are encouraged.

1. Q. How can I obtain more information

about the services of the Center?

2. Q. What is a pastoral counselor?

A. A pastoral counselor is an ordained

minister with extensive training in

the field of mental health who works

within the context and faith of the

Church to help individuals and fam-

ilies build a bridge between faith and

mental health. The counselor is sub-

ject to the highest standards, both in

secular and religious terms, and works

with people "in the market place" to

enable them to live their lives abun-

dantly.

3. Q. Must persons be referred through their

church and how confidential is the

service?

A. While referrals are often made by the

pastor, you may contact us directly.

The confidentiality of our services is

strictly maintained; no names are re-

leased to church or other supportive

agencies.

4. Q. How long does counseling take?

A. From a few weeks to a year or longer;

there is no way to tell in advance. The
time depends on how deep-rooted the

problems are, how willingly a couple

or individual works on them, and what

goals the person (s) wants to achieve

through counseling.

j>. Q. What is the purpose of professional

counseling?

A. While there are many statements con-

cerning what counseling or therapy

can or cannot do, it may help to ex-

plain its purpose this way: A com-

petent counselor can help a person or

couple to better discern reality—draw

a road map—which in turn the per-

son(s) can use to clarify where they

are and may wish to go. It is a task

of the counselee(s) to integrate that

reality into their lives—drive the car.

Hopefully, they can then more crea-

tively meet the complexities of life as

they assume responsibility for their

own journey.

financial reasons alone. No child with

a good mother should have to come to

the Orphanage."

Among the results of these changes were
more alternatives for children needing care,

more children with living parents and growing
controversy about the best method of care. In-

stitutions, which were changing their names to

children's homes, had a difficult time adjusting

to serving children with living parents. At
first the tendency was to separate these chil-

dren from family and rear them much the same
as the orphans of an earlier day. However, in

the 1940's institutions began somewhat reluct-

antly and awkwardly to work with families of

children in care with a goal of reuniting the

family. This effort increased during the fol-

lowing two decades with institutional place-

ment being more accepted as a temporary re-

storative service rather than a long term rear-

ing service.

'A most important factor in building

and maintaining a good group care pro-

gram is the work with families and/or
custodians . . . We must in our work
with children never ignore their most
intense reality which is their family.

Quite apart from any negative or posi-

tive moral judgments we or others may
make about parents or siblings, problems

are seldom simply individual problems.

To state that one individual in a family

has a problem is somewhat akin to saving

that my arm has a fever. And to address

any effort solely toward helping one in-

dividual is likewise akin to treating my
arm with no recognition of its attach-

ment to, and reaction with, the rest of

the body."

In summary, Barium Springs began as an

orphanage as did most other child care agencies

in the Southeast. In response to changes it be-

came a children's home caring for children of

living parents. Next it became a family service

agency offering services to both children and

family in an effort to restore family relation-

ships and return children to their own families.

In all of these stages, Barium has mirrored the

problems of the society it exists to serve. May
this mirroring continue as we seek to recognize

and respond to ever-changing problems.
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THE CHALLENGE OF THE 1980's

Children and Youth

Free Will Baptists accepted the challenge

of the homeless child in 1920 and for 60 years

the Free Will Baptist Church has opened its

arms of love to the orphaned, dependent, neg-

lected and abused child. More than 700 chil-

dren have spent some part of their lives, several

months, others several years, on our campus.

Each new decade presented new challenges

to us in child care. With each new challenge

came an adequate response from Free Will

Baptist people. Today we have one of the most

well equipped campuses in the child care com-

munity. Our programs for orphaned, depend-

ent, neglected and abused children are compar-

able to any in this state. Each year for the past

decade we served an average of 80 children.

Eighty children who will go forth into the

world with the opportunity to be a better per-

son, a better parent, and a better citizen. Their

physical, educational and emotional needs were

met and their spiritual awareness quickened

by having lived on our campus.

Modern medicine, the absence of war in

the world, a lower birthrate and the emphasis

on reuniting families has resulted in a lower

daily population on our campus. This trend is

common to all children's homes. The orphaned

child is almost non-existent. Social Security and

welfare programs have limited the number of

dependent children coming into care. Emphasis

on reuniting families has reduced the period

of care from several years to several months.

There will be a continuing need for group

care for orphaned, dependent, neglected and

abused children for some time to come, but

this need will continue to decrease.

Along with a decreasing need for this type

of care, however, there is an increasing need

for other kinds of child care. The two most

requested services and the two services most
needed presently by our own Family Service

workers are Emergency Care and Alternative

Care for Troubled Adolescents. County DSSs
are in desperate need for both of these services

now and expect the need to grow. Hundreds of

children and families could be served by our

Children's Home were we to enter into these

types of programs.

We already have the physical facilities for

either one or both of these programs. Neither

would entail significant increase in staff or ex-

pense to the Children's Home and to our de-

nomination.

The crucial determining factor in the future

of Free Will Baptist child care is the avail-

ability of children to the agency.

The discharge rate is up due to shorter

periods of care, better child care techniques and

emphasis on working with families. As a re-

sult, we have fewer children in our daily popu-

lation. Two years ago the Albemarle Cottage

was closed to child care. In January this year

Rodgers Cottage was closed. If the current

trends in applications and discharges continue

we could face the possibility of the closing of

an additional cottage within a year.

A survey of our communities and depart-

ments has indicated that there is a need for

our present program, as well as Emergency Care
and programs for Troubled Adolescents. The
County Directors indicate they would begin to

place children with us immediately upon our
becoming an eligible resource for placement.
This action would resolve our problem of de-
clining population in our present program and
enable us to begin programs in Emergency Care
and for troubled adolescents and other programs
that may be expedient in the future.

Some public funding would automatically

become available and also thousands of dollars

worth of services that we cannot duplicate. Im-
mediately the question arises, "will the govern-
ment take over the Home?" In a survey of all

the other Homes in the state not a single Home
had felt any outside pressure from govern-
mental agencies. The high standards Free Will
Baptists have set for their Children's Home
would ensure that there would be no interven-

tion, publicly or privately, into the affairs of
the Home.

Jesus called the sick and troubled unto Him
and speaking of children He said, ".

. . do not
forbid, or restrain, or hinder them . .

." Let us
accept our Lord's challenge and cast off the ties

that bind us. The children of the 80s need us

as much and maybe even more so than the

children of our first 60 years of service.

[Editor's Note: In previous issues of the

Barium Messenger there have been a number

of articles on the changes which have taken

place in child care agencies since World War
II.

"LET'S TALK ABOUT WILLS"

WHAT IS A WILL?

A Will is the legal document in which you state how you wish

your possessions to be distributed after your death. It is probably the

most important and permanent document you will ever prepare. Your

Will is a continuation of your own life and influence. It is a clear cut

expression of your wishes . . . the document that will act for you in

distributing the material things you leave behind. You are the only one

who knows how you want your possessions distributed. Only you have

the right to make your Will. And, if you don't, you forfeit your last

chance to give your possessions to persons of your own choice.

WHAT WILL YOU LEAVE?

No matter how little you think you have, you do have some things

to leave behind. If you were forced to flee the country today and never

return, leaving every one you love and every thing you own, you would

quickly decide to whom you would leave your possessions. Your first

thought would obviously be for your family or for others who are to some

extent dependent on you. You would distribute among them the things

they need and the things you want them to have. If you have money or

securities or other valuable property, you would divide this as you saw fit.

Perhaps after providing for needs of loved ones, you would want to

share with your Church or a Church Agency such as Barium Springs

Home for Children. This is good and right . . . but the only way to ac-

complish this is by means of a valid Will; this assures you that everything

you own will be distributed as you planned and your wishes will be

carried out in fulL

WHO WILL DRAW YOUR WILL?

Few people would dream of signing an important legal document

without first consulting a lawyer; and certainly your Will has more serious

legal consequences than most documents you will ever sign. You would

not bring a court action without a competent attorney, and yet your Will

may have to stand up before a court if it is to carry out your wishes. Good

intentions are not enough for drawing a Will, Your intentions must be

in accordance with the law and must be expressed in language that cannot

be misinterpreted. Any Probate Judge, executor, trust officer or attorney

can tell you of the heartbreaking cases he has seen where an improperly

drawn Will resulted in the complete miscarriage of the intentions of the

person who made the Will.

The cost of legal counsel for drawing your Will is nominal compared

with the possible loss if you draw your own Will or neglect to make one.

Only a competent attorney can draw your Will and make sure your

wishes will be carried out exactly. Your Will must stand on its own . . .

you will not be there to clarify any misunderstandings. Lawyers have a

saying,

"Nothing provides so much grist for the mill

As the foolish person who draws his own Will."

WHAT ABOUT PROBATE COSTS AND ESTATE TAXES?

The cost of probating your Will and carrying out your instructions

will be paid out of your estate. No matter the size of your estate, less

will be taken out if your Will is clearly and correctly drawn. Wills im-

properly written may run headlong into excessive legal action and delays

in settling the estate, resulting in extreme hardships on the very ones you

want to protect. Bequests to charitable agencies such as Barium Springs

are not subject to Federal estate taxes and will reduce the total taxes to

be paid out of your estate.

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REGENTS ELECT NEW OFFICERS
The Board of Regents of Barium Springs

Home for Children, meeting in the Barnhardt

Center at the Home on April 13-14, considered

a report from its Long Range Planning Com-

mittee affirming the current programs and

directions of the Presbyterian family service

agency.

Unanimous approval was given to the Day
Care Program and an accompanying recom-

mendation that the Home's parent body, Synod
of North Carolina, be asked to give direction

to Regents as to the need among Presbyterian

Churches for consultative and staff training

services. The report and action indicated the

Home's ability and willingness to provide such

services on behalf of Synod.

Also approved was completion of the re-

maining two years of a three year commitment
to Synod and Wilmington Presbytery to pro-

vide family life education and counseling

through the Presbyterian Personal and Family
Life Center at Wilmington. A recommenda-
tion accompanying this action was also ap-

proved asking Synod to express its future needs

of Barium relating to the Wilmington Center

and other possible programs in the area of

family life education and counseling.

A major portion of the two-day meeting
focused on the residential child care program
for troubled teenagers. Chairman Robert N.
Wesley, Jr., of Winston-Salem, speaking for

the committee noted the obvious need for

programs to effectively serve teenagers, the lack

of such programs and the frustrations of the

Home since choosing this difficult task three

years ago. A recommendation was presented

and unanimously adopted that "the Home con-

tinue its efforts to develop an effective service

for troubled teenagers" recognizing that "some-
one must attempt this task and if the church
gives up, who will do it?" Wesley added, "We
cannot back off from a needed effort simply
because it is difficult."

Regents then heard a detailed explanation
from W. Earle Frazier, executive director, of
projected plans to reorganize the staff into

teams composed of two child care workers,
one social worker and one teacher in each cot-

tage. Frazier noted that this staffing model,
used in many agencies, would resolve various
communication problems and enable staff to
react more consistently to children. It was
further noted that most children would attend
the recently established remedial school on the
campus. Regents responded with enthusiasm to

proposed changes and urged that they be im-
plemented with dispatch.

Outgoing President Lawton Nisbet of
Greenville, a 1957 graduate of Barium Springs,
expressed the mood of others in his closing

statements: "Having served on this Board six

years, and shared many frustrations, I am now
excited about our programs, direction and po-
tential. We have learned from our experience
and I feel enthusiastic and confident about our
future." Nisbet rotates off the Board being re-
placed as president by Mrs.

J. A. King of Ral-
eigh. Serving on the Board's Executive Com-
mittee with Mrs. King will be Rev. David
Garrison of Wendell, Vice President; Mrs. Val-
eria Fleming of Fayetteville, Secretary; Miss
Martha McLeod of Aberdeen; Mrs. H. G.
Hartzog, Mrs. Cecil Thomas and Ms. Joyce
Davis all of Raleigh.

A Tour of

Self-Discovery
Sit down and take an inventory for yourself.

If you are dissatisfied with what you are doing

and think you ought to do better, try to dis-

cover, no matter how long it takes you, just

try to learn where the trouble lies. Find out

the things that keep you back. Make long,

searching tours of discovery in your own con-

sciousness. Say to yourself over and over again,

"Why can others do such remarkable things

while I do ordinary, common things?" Constant-

ly ask yourself, "If others can do them, why can-

not I?"

You may find some great nuggets of gold

in these tours of self discovery, which you never
dreamed you possessed—great possibilities of

power which you never uncovered before, and
which may, if developed, revolutionize your
life.

One of the fatal dangers of remaining a
long time in one position, as a clerk, for ex-
ample, is that habit tends to make slaves of us.

What we did yesterday we are more likely to
do today; and if we do it today, it is still more
certain that we will do it tomorrow; and, after
a while, using the same faculties in a dry
routine, the other unused faculties begin to
wane, grow weaker, atrophy, until we think
that what we are doing is the only thing we
can do.

What we use becomes stronger; what we do
not use, weaker; and we are likely to deceive
ourselves in underrating the power we really

possess.

Low aim is crime because it pulls down
every other quality to its level. Low aim
destroys the executive ability. The faculties
and the entire man follow the aim. We must
climb, or we must go down. There is no such
thing as clinging forever upon one rung of
Life's great ladder.

HOMECOMING -AUGUST 2 and 3, 1980
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NEW STAFF ORGANIZATION IMPLEMENTED
Our readers are familiar with our efforts

over the past three years to develop an effective

service for teenagers experiencing difficulty in

their own home, school and community. The

difficulties we have encountered are equally

familiar to regular readers of these pages; in-

stability, resulting low population and high

costs, the necessity of discharging disruptive

youngsters to maintain control, the lack of

alternative programs in North Carolina, etc.

The Long Range Planning Committe of

the Board of Regents studied this whole pro-

gram during the past year and concluded, in

the words of Chairman Robert Wesley, "That

Barium should . . . never back off because solu-

tions are elusive in any of its endeavors" and

"that Barium (should) continue its involve-

ment with troubled teenagers as its major em-

phasis but not to the exclusion of other activi-

ties and programs which are supported by

Synod and within the preview of its charter."

Yet, the Committee, Board, Administration and

Staff agree that the program has been much
less effective (and, therefore, much more cost-

ly) than desired and needed.

As a result, members of the staff and the

committee visited other programs and talked

with numerous people in the child care field

in search of ideas and practices that have

worked with teenagers. Extensive discussions

focused on "what is wrong?" and "how do we
set it right?" On May 12th our best answers

were implemented in a new staff organization.

Cottage Teams have been formed, each con-

sisting of one social worker, two child care

workers and one teacher. Each team is respon-

sible for all activities and decisions related to

their particular cottage group and families. This

staffing model is becoming increasingly popular

as agencies make the difficult transition from

providing simple nurturing activities to provid-

ing restorative programs and activities in re-

sponse to changing and growing needs.

Will this different approach work? Will

the effectiveness of our service be improved?

Will our population stabilize and increase re-

sulting in a decrease in per child costs? Will a

larger percentage of youngsters and families

coming to us for help find us helpful? We, of

course, cannot guarantee improvement. But we
do believe that these changes offer the possibil-

ity of improvement and we are committed to

making it work. After all, someone must solve

the problems of helping the increasing number

of troubled teenagers and their families; and if

the Church doesn't—then who will?

YOU ARE RESPONSIBLE . .

.

. . . to some degree for the security of your loved ones: your spouse . . .

your children . . . elderly parents . . . handicapped relatives, etc. Or at

least you should be.

And most of us recognize and accept this responsibility. We more

or less plan our lives around these commitments. We work hard to earn

the most money possible so that we can "look after" those persons who

need us. If we are far-sighted we prepare a Will which gives some degree

of security to these loved ones. Certainly, this is right and good.

But all of us have another responsibility—a responsibility to those

persons who for whatever reason—sickness (emotional and/or physical)

. . . lack of education . . . lack of job opportunity—not only cannot look

after themselves, but cannot assume responsibility for the welfare of

others. And this is not good.

Therefore, those of us who can provide for our own needs and the

needs of loved ones must also assume some responsibility for the well-

being of those who cannot look after their own needs. And to help carry

out this responsibility, as Bee Quest has so often emphasized, "Everyone

needs a Will."

And without question the basic purpose of your Will is to provide

(as best your circumstances will permit) for the protection and security

of your loved ones. This is right.

But what about your obligation to those who cannot look after their

own needs? Bee Quest suggests you consider the following:

A contingent beneficiary provision in your Will. There is always the

possibility the primary beneficiary ( s ) named in your Will may predecease

you. If you do not name a contingent beneficiary, costly litigation may be

necessary to determine who receives the bequest if the primary benefi-

ciary (s) is not eligible to receive the bequest. Why not name Barium
Springs Home for Children as your contingent beneficiary? A statement

in your Will or Codicil similar to the following would suffice:

"In the event of the failure or lapse of any legacy or devise

herein such that the property so bequeathed would pass by in-

testacy, I direct that in lieu thereof such property go to

Barium Springs Home for Children."

Your attorney at the time you make your Will (or add a Codicil) will

advise you as to the proper wording for such a provision.

A second possibility is to consider leaving a part or all of the

residuary estate to Barium. This is what remains in your esate after de-

ducting all expenses, debts, taxes and specific bequests. In other words,

after you have made provision for the needs of loved ones, you may find

there is something left over to be given to help those who cannot help

themselves. A statement similar to the one below in your Will (or

Codicil) would in no way reduce any specific bequests and would benefit

the young people at Barium:

"All the residue of my estate, including the real and personal

property, I give, devise and bequeath to Barium Springs Home
for Children."

A third possibility is to leave a percentage of your estate to your

church or to Barium. Perhaps during your lifetime you tithed. Many do.

In all probability you contributed regularly to a worthwhile charitable

organization. That organization has come to depend on your support.

An outright bequest of an amount to produce as much annual income as

you now give (or would like to have given) will continue your giving

far into the future. Here is an example of the form for a bequest to

endow annual giving:

"I give and bequeath to Barium Springs Home for Children

the sum of dollars ($ )

to permanently endow my annual gift."

Bee Quest encourages each of you to request some of the materials

available to you to help plan for the welfare of family and loved ones

when you are not around to help. Consider first the needs of family and,

after that, perhaps you will find you are able to make a gift to the

troubled teens at Barium to give them an opportunity to become pro-

ductive adults. Thank you.

SOME THOUGHTS ON WILLS

What Is A Will?

A Will is a legal document ... a continuation of your own
life and influence ... an expresion of your wishes. It acts as your

representative in distributing the physical things you leave behind.

If you fail to make a Will, you forfeit your last chance to give your

possessions to those of your choice. Only you know how you want

them distributed and only you have the right and power to deter-

mine "who gets what." Don't be so indifferent ... so careless . . .

so unconcerned for the welfare of loved ones that you do not have

a Will.

What Will You Leave?

Maybe a lot . . . maybe a little. But no matter what you have,

you have some possessions to leave behind. Suppose you were

forced today to leave the country forever, leaving every one you

love and every thing you own, wouldn't you quickly decide to

whom you would leave your possessions? Of course your first

thought would be for loved ones who are dependent on you. You
would distribute among them the things they need and the things

you want them to have. If you have money or securities or other

valuable property, you would divide this as you saw fit. Perhaps

after providing for the needs of your family, you would want to

share some of your possessions with your Church or one of its

agencies. Very good . . . but the only way to accomplish this is by

means of a Will which assures you everything you own will be

distributed as you planned.

Who Should Draw My Will?

Few people would dream of signing an important legal docu-

ment without consulting a lawyer; and certainly your will has

more serious legal consequences than most documents you will

ever sign. You wouldn't bring a serious court action without a
competent attorney. And yet your Will may have to stand up
before a court if it is to carry out your wishes. Good intentions

are not enough for drawing a Will. Your intentions must be in

accordance with the law and must be expressed in language that

cannot be misinterpreted. Any Probate Judge, executor, trust of-

ficer or attorney can tell you of many heartbreaking cases where

an improperly drawn Will resulted in a complete miscarriage of

the intentions of the person who made the Will.

The cost of legal assistance in drawing a Will is nominal

compared to the possible loss if you draw your own Will or

neglect to make one. Only a competent attorney has the necessary

skill to help you draw your Will so that it caries out your wishes

exactly. Remember . . . you will not be there to clarify any mis-

understandings. Your Will must stand on its own.

What About Probate Costs and Estate Taxes?

The cost of probating (proving) your Will will be paid out

of your estate. No matter the size of your estate, less will be taken

out if your Will is clearly and correctly drawn. Improperly drawn
Wills may run headlong into expensive legal action and delays

in settling the state. And this may work hardships on the very

ones you want to protect.

Bequests to agencies such as Barium Springs Home for Chil-

dren are not subject to Federal estate taxes, thereby reducing the

total taxes to be paid out of your estate.

What About Christian Stewardship In My Will?

Christian stewardship should be a basic part of your Will.

You are God's steward and trustee. You have been given the right

to acquire and to retain material possessions as a trust from God
... to be used for the benefit of your loved ones and your fellow

man. You are aware of your personal accountability to God for

the use of all those things you call your own. Your Will is the

final opportunity to complete your stewardship of earthly pos-

sessions ... a wonderful opportunity to make a lasting confession

of faith and love.

When you include in your Will a bequest to the Church or

to one of its related agencies, your resources will continue to

work for the Kingdom of God in your name for many years. By

such a bequest you acknowledge your gratitude to God for all of

life's blessings. You follow the sound principles of our Christian

heritage.

Probably the most valuable thing you can leave your loved

ones is the example of Christian Stewardship in the final dis-

positon of your property.

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COTTAGE TEAM CONCEPT WORKING
The shift in mid-May, 1980 to a cot-

tage team staffing pattern is, thus far,

proving effective.

Each cottage team consists of one So-

cial Worker, two Child Care Workers and

one teacher. This team is responsible for

all aspects of service to the cottage group

—family service, schooling and day-to-day

care supervision.

A most encouraging result has been a

reduction of turnover in our population.

Of 41 children admitted since mid-May,

31 remain in care.

Our total current population is 43.

The six cottages currently in operation

have a capacity of 60 youngsters. Staff and

administration expect to operate at ap-

proximately 80 /< of capacity.

Approval of general plans for renovating the main dining

hall to accommodate the on-campus school.

Approval to employ J. T. Pegram, a Statesville architect,

to develop detailed specifications for the renovation.

Instructed the Executive Committee to study the com-
pleted plans and take final action.

Instructed the Long Range Planning Committee to begin

developing coordinated plans to shape the activities of

the Home for the next several years.

Following the Executive Session, the Board made plans for

the Spring meeting on April 26-27, 1981. The Fall meeting

concluded with lunch served in the main dining hall to staff and

young people.

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WINGSPREAD CONFERENCE:

Focus On Church Related Child Care
A national conference on Church related child care was held

November 5-7 at the Wingspread Conference, Racine, Wisconsin.

Earle Frazier of Barium Springs Home for Children and

Glenn Robinson of Alexander Center in Charlotte, representing

the Presbyterian Church in the United States (PCUS), joined re-

presentatives of fourteen other denominations in examining the

role of church related child care in the eighties.

All of the speakers, including Dr. Alan Keith-Lucas of

Chapel Hill, emphasized the growing need for services to more

troubled children and youth, and cautioned against becoming

overly dependent on public funds. Dr. Larry K. Brendtro of the

Starr Commonwealth Schools of Michigan and Ohio echoed these

concerns.

Both Keith-Lucas and Brendtro urged participants to cease

apologizing for institutional child care; but to forthrightly claim

and build on their rich Christian heritage.

Keith-Lucas appealed to the group to demonstrate a Chris-

tianity of Grace: "you are loved; therefore, try to behave" rather

than a Christianity of law
—

"behave and you will be loved." He
reminded those who want to believe that mankind—including

children—are inherently good persons soiled by environment

that "it was in paradise itself that man first got into serious

trouble."

The Conference was convened by The Villages, a residential

child care institution for neglected children which has its head-

quarters in Topeka, Kansas, and by fifteen national church organ-

izations, with the assistance of The Lilly Endowment. Staged by

the Johnson Foundation at the former home of H. F. Johnson

(Johnson's Wax), designed by Frank Lloyd Wright, the Wing-
spread conference concluded with participants expressing a need

for a follow-up conference to further explore the relationship

of church agencies to their parent bodies.

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NEW HOME FOR LITTLE JOE'S WINDOWS
Something Old and something New is the topic of discussion

between the Reverend and Mrs. W. A. Johnson, pastor of South-

view Presbyterian Church, Fayetteville, N. C, and his wife, as

they examine a stained glass picture window in the recently com-

pleted Southview Presbyterian Church's Assembly Hall. This

large window and two other stained glass windows are gifts from

the Session of Little Joe's Church at Barium Springs Home for

Children. The Johnson's are alumni of the Home.

The larger stained glass window at the front and center of

the building and smaller windows on the north and south side

were given the church from the original Little Joe's Church at

Barium Springs Home for Children. The windows were donated

by individuals through out the Synod of North Carolina in mem-

ory of an orphan boy, Joe Gilliland, who was a cripple desiring a

church on campus, pledging 47^ to construction; but died the

week after making his gift.

For years the old Little Joe's Church served as the center

of worship and Christian Education for the Orphan Children.

Reverend and Mrs. Johnson worshipped and were married in the

old church. Later when a larger Little Joe's Church was built

the windows were placed in storage.

When it came to the attention of the present Session of

Little Joe's Church of the Southview Presbyterian Building pro-

gram with the Johnson's as organizing first family, the old Little

Joe's Church windows were donated to the new church.

The new Assembly Hall of Southview Presbyterian Church

will serve as a multi-purpose building for Worship, Education and

Social Activities in 3,000 square feet of floor space. The building

cost about $200,000 and includes a Session and Conference Room,
a Kitchen, a Choir Room, and a Storage and Utility Room.

A gift from Fayetteville Presbytery of $85,000 helped pur-

chase the twenty-two acres for the new facility. A feasibility study

of land use and development by people knowledgeable in church

planning, projects a Master Plan for a population of 30,000

people in the area of the Southview Church setting. The Master

Plan is divided into two phases. Phase I projects the Multi-purpose

Building ( already completed ) , a Sunday School and Administra-

tive Annex, a Chapel, a Sanctuary and Outdoor Social Court.

Phase II Planning includes a School of Christian Education, a

Home for the Aged, a Group Home for the Handicapped, an Out-

door Ampitheatre and Recreation Area with lake. Priority of

facilities is based on the need for space and availability of funds.

The new congregation of Southview is a nucleus group grow-

ing out of the merger of the two congregations of the Ashworth
and Comfort Churches on February 4, 1978 and organized by

Fayetteville Presbytery in March 1978.

A blend of the Old and New is reflected in the Spirit of

Southview Congregation whose adopted motto reads: Building

for Ministry—Inheritance to Fulfillment.

PROGRESS REPORT-1980

As we begin a new year, our many friends are due a report

on 1980 which proved to be a good year in the life of Barium.

The Presbyterian Personal and Family Life Center of Wil-

mington reached its three-year goals in only ten months. A second

pastoral counselor, George Slaton, joined the Center in July and

opened a part time satellite office in Jacksonville. An annonymous

donor gave $25,000.00 to start an endowment to assure the

Center's continuing ministry. Director David Mclnnis expresses

appreciation to the Synod of North Carolina, Wilmington Pres-

bytery, Session of Delgado Presbyterian Church— Wilmington,

Session of First Presbyterian Church— Jacksonville, and other

Sessions which support and use this unique service. Barium is

pleased to be a part of a service which fits into our church's

connectional system so well and, therefore, serves our church so

effectively.

The Family and Child Development Center at Barium

Springs expanded its day care services from 44 children to 74

during 1980. This Center is now prepared to offer consultation

and staff training services to churches wishing to begin or upgrade

day care programs. Director Sara Kent and her sttaff await direc-

tions from Synod to offer this service to churches. Barium is

pleased this program has realized its potential.

The Residential Group Care Program for troubled teenagers

was completely reorganized in May, 1980 and has (finally) at-

tained the stability which had been lacking. With the help of a

grant from The Duke Endowment, all of our youngsters now

attend an on-campus school, where small group and private in-

struction focus on their individual needs. Program Supervisor Re-

becca Armentrout and her staff are busy refining the cottage team

concept and the new campus school program. Plans are being com-

pleted to renovate the central dining hall to accommodate the

school. While no one has, as yet, solved the problem of providing

services to troubled teenagers, Barium is most pleased with our

accomplishments in 1980. We look forward to further progress

in 1981.

These three sound, effective programs would not have been

possible without the patient support of thousands of Presbyterians,

church groups, The Duke Endowment, Synod, and other friends.

Their generous gifts enabled Barium to end 1980 "in the black"

with almost enough funds left in the operating budget to pay

for the proposed renovations for the on-campus school.

In so many ways, 1980 was a very good year. The Board

of Regents, Staff and Administration are grateful for all who

made this progess possible and for the opportunity to be servants

of our Church.

Springs for many years died December 3, 1980. She had been

living in Charlotte and is survived by three daughters and five

grandchildren.

BEE QUEST

THE GIFT YOU CAN TAKE BACK

So . . . what else is new? What does the future hold for

me? For my family? For my friends? For my country?

No one knows . . . and perhaps it is just as well. But while

it is important for us to make every effort to prepare for what

lies ahead, can we ignore the needs of others? Is the Biblical

teaching "your brother's keeper" out-dated? Bee Quest thinks

not . . . and suggests that you take a look at Revocable Giving.

A Revocable Gift is one made with the understanding the

giver may change his mind and reclaim the gift. Such a gift will

enable the donor to retain a certain amount of economic freedom.

Inflation, declining income from investments, lengthy illnesses

and other economic uncertainties make us want to "hold fast" to

what we have. The future is too uncertain; but we can make a

revocable gift which we can control and have returned to us if

we need it. It is not necessary to state the reason we want the

gift returned. If we do not revoke the gift during our lifetime it

becomes the permanent property of Barium.

But perhaps the best reason for making a revocable gift now
is the matter of intent. If you wish to make a gift to Barium
Springs Home for Children, to your church, or to some other

such agency eventually but, because of the uncertainty of future

needs are reluctant to do so, you should go ahead and make the

gift now on a revocable basis.

THE DEPOSIT GIFT AGREEMENT

This is a contract between you and Barium which explains

the terms of the agreement—the sum given, the rate of interest,

your right to revoke, etc. Advantages : ( 1 ) you have made a gift

to a cause in which you believe; (2) you have a fixed income for

life; (3) you are free from investment worries; (4) you may

add to the gift at any time and thereby increase your interest in-

come; and ( 5 ) the principal will be returned if you so request.

EXAMPLE: Mr. X, a bachelor, age 55, would like to

make a substantial gift to Barium. His present income is

adequate for his own needs and for his mother who is

dependent on him. His problem: to provide financial

security for his mother if she survives him. The solution

may be a Deposit Gift Agreement with Barium which

provides that current interest from the gift will go to Bar-

ium. If X's mother survives him the gift may be exchang-

ed for an annuity payable to her with the balance to

Barium at her death.

THE LIFE ESTATE CONTRACT

This type of contract provides for the transfer of real pro-

perty (home, farm, land, rental property, etc.) to Barium. The
donor retains the continuous right to the income and/or use of the

property throughout his life. And the donor retains the right to

revoke the arrangement at any time and recover the full right

to any or all properties transferred. At donor's death (or other

named beneficiaries, if any) the property is Bariums.

EXAMPLE: Mrs. Smith, an elderly widow, wants to

leave her home to Barium; however, she plans to con-

tinue to live there. Because of limited resources she needs

to protect herself in the event of a lengthy illness and

unexpected expenses; therefore she is hesitant to make an

outright gift of her home. So she enters into a life estate

contract and is assured if she ever needs to sell her home
she can revoke her agreement with Barium and sell the

property. If she does not revoke the agreement the pro-

perty goes to Barium at her death.

These are only two types of Revocable Giving. Other forms

of this giving arrangement will be presented in subsequent Bee

Quest articles.

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COPING WITH CHANGES IN JUVENILE LAWS

The North Carolina General Assembly in

1979 approved some 20 bills which changed

the face of juvenile laws in this state.

The bills went into effect January of last

year, and one part of it has left judges, juvenile

court counselors and parents with their hands

tied.

Written by the Juvenile Code Revision

Committee, an arm of the state Crime Com-
mission, the bills were part of Gov. Jim Hunt's

legislative package to revise juvenile laws. And
while the now year-old bills have had some
positive effects, there are some drawbacks court

officials now are beginning to realize.

Cumberland County Juvenile In-take Coun-
selor, Sylvia Whitley, Chief Court Counselor

of the 12th Judicial District, Phil Utley and
District Court Judge Charles Guy talk about

some of the problems these laws have created

for them, the judicial system and parents.

Before the passage of the bills, a delinquent

and undisciplined child could be placed under

probation. Today, only a delinquent child can

be placed under probation, and the undisciplin-

ed child can only be supervised.

What differentiates a delinquent child and
an undisciplined youth is that one breaks a

law and the other does not. A delinquent child

is between the ages of six and 16 and breaks

the law. The undisciplined youth also is be-

tween six and 16-years-old, but falls into one
or all of these three categories: he is truant, a

runaway or regularly disobedient to parents.

The problem with the new juvenile code is

the undisciplined youth. He cannot be placed

under probation with threat of being sent to a

state institution, such as a training school for

correction. Instead, the undisciplined youth is

placed under "protective supervision."

Utley explains the term "protective super-

vision" as one which greatly limits the author-
ity of judges and counselors.

" 'Protective supervision' means an undisci-

plined child is under the supervision of the
:ourt counselor. It's a general supervisory type
of order and it's a matter of asking a child 'will

you do this, will you go to the foster home
ind not run away?' Parents come to us and ask
for assistance and the judges ask the kids
please.'

"

Until the undisciplined child is 16-years-

court counselors have no alternatives but
to move the child from the counselor's office

to foster home to group home and back to the
lome of the child's parents, but he cannot be
:ent to a training school. The court has no way

of punishing a child who is either truant, dis-

obedient or who repeatedly runs away from
home, Utley says.

Essentially, a counselor's job is limited to

asking for the cooperation of the undisciplined

youth, and the counselors say, for the most
part, they don't get it.

Because of the lack of authority given to

the courts, some judges in the state refuse to

hear cases dealing with undisciplined youth,
Utley says.

"The judges won't hear the case because
they have no authority. I understand that, their

feelings, but on the other hand, we have to do
something for the child. I feel we have to

keep trying with the kids," Ms. Whitley says.

"Take this for example," Utley says. "You
have a 14 year-old girl who has finally gotten
into court. She keeps coming back to court.

Say the judge orders her to be placed in a foster

care home or group home and she again runs
away. When she runs away, the only thing we
can do is get a runaway petition, have a 24-
hour detention order which will hold her in

the detention center for 24 hours, and that's

all, until we can make some kind of placement
where we think she will stay. The court has
no way of punishing a child who continues to

misbehave. We're lucky, our judges will hear
the undisciplined cases."

Cumberland County District Court Judge
Charles Guy says the problem with undisci-
plined youth is frustrating.

"You can get children who seem to be in-

corrigible and they are not charged with any-
thing serious like dope, but they're failing to

go to school, and they're running away from

home and maybe shacking up, and the coun-
selor likes to keep them out of court until the
last resort.

"Finally, they're in court and the court's

hands are tied completely and all we can do
is chastise them and fuss at them. All I can
do is put my name on a list of those who say,

'now don't you do this.'

"Some judges won't hear undisciplined
cases," Guy says. "They know it's futile and the
court counselors won't bring them into court
because they know they're just wasting their
time because the judge won't hear it. I'm
totally frustrated with it."

Ms. Whitley and Utley both say since the
law has changed, it's easier to cope with the
delinquent child, even though the child com-
mits more serious offenses.

"A delinquent child will go out and shop-
lift, and we have a training school for that. A
delinquent child knows he can be committed
to a residential treatment facility. He knows
if he continues to misbehave there's a punish-
ment involved.

"A delinquent child is easier to work with
because he knows there'll be a punishment but
an undisciplined child knows he can't be pun-
ished."

For some youth, the Juvenile Service Cen-
ter, a detention center, is better than living at
home.

"The detention facility is not a place where
he'd hate to go. For some, it's better than the
homes. They've got good food and a recreation
facility," Utley says.

"We keep bringing the kid back again and
again and we'll try something else. In some
cases, this does help but there are quite a few
of them who fall through the cracks, and the
child then is handed right back to the parent."

The idea behind the passage of the bill was
to force parents and the community to take
more responsibility for troubled youth and to
keep them out of state institutions if they have
never broken a law, according to Cumberland
County Rep. Lura Talley, co-sponsor of the bill.

She says the idea behind the code is crime
prevention, keeping the runaways or kids who
are truant away from the serious youthful of-

fenders, and lessen the chance of the undisci-
plined youth becoming a delinquent.

"It's keeping them from being exposed to
criminal behavior when all they were doing
was running away from an unhappy home
situation."

Ms. Tally, who was a member of the Juve-
nile Code Revision Committee, says the legis-

lators will have to examine the results of the

new juvenile code this session.

"We'll have to shake it down and see how
it works. There'll be changes I'm sure. Some
part will come before the legislature this time,"

Ms. Tally says.

Ms. Tally and the counselors agree the pro-

blem now lies in a lack of alternatives for un-

disciplined youths. She sees community activ-

ities as one solution to the problem of undisci-

plined youths.

"Id like the child to get involved in boys
clubs or 'Y' activities or some groups in the

community, that there be enough resources in

the community."

Ms. Whitley sees part of the solution in

vocational education. She says the majority of

runaways and disobedient youths are in the

junior high school age group and oftentimes

are failures in school.

"The undisciplined child needs the alterna-

tives that we don't have; a foster care home
doesn't work all the time; a group home doesn't

work all the time," Ms. Whitley says.

She says a vocational school would fit the

needs of the undisciplined child who cannot

function in the traditional classroom.

"We need different school alternatives for

those who can't sit and do math, reading and
history. We need a vocational school. Many
of our kids are school failures and then they go
into undisciplined acts. Some do have learning

disabilities and some are low achievers."

Another solution. Utley says, is a facility,

other than a training school, where a judge can

place an undisciplined youth.

"We would like to have some authority as

to where he could go by court order, say, if

he didn't work out in the home, in the foster

home, counseling and they're not going to

school.

"The swing now is toward children's

rights," Ms. Whitley says. "There are so many
cases of child abuse and so on, that now, it's

swung the other way and we can't compensate

for it."

Philosophy and Goals

The residential child care program of Barium Springs Home
for Children has responded to the changing needs in a changing

society by committing itself specifically to providing group care

for teenagers who are having more than usual difficulty in their

home, community, and school. As we try to best accomplish the

tasks we set for ourselves, the staff also offers counseling, plan-

ning, and support services to the families of teenagers in residence.

In each case individual planning is to accomplish the following

goals:

1. Stabilize the youngster's and family's situation as quickly as

possible to make sound planning possible.

2. Enhance the development of trusting relationships between

staff team members and families, and develop meaningful

relationships between the youngster and both peers and
adults.

3. Offer help in such a fashion as to increase the probability of

the family and youngsters using our help to clarify basic prob-

lems and develop strategies for resolving and/or coping with

these problems.

The direction taken may be toward reuniting the family

toward achieving a satisfying relationship but with a lesser

amount of contact.

Program Structure

Services to youngsters in residence and to their families are

provided in each of six cottages by a team of skilled staff. Each

team consists of one social worker, two child care workers, andf

one teacher. Team members share responsibility in admission

procedures, implementation of child care programs and family

service plans, and operation of the cottage within agency guide-

lines. The campus operates on a year-round, full-time basis except

that children observe major holidays and a two-week summer

vacation in their homes away from campus. All youngsters attend

school in the licensed, private school on campus where instruction

is geared to the performance level of the individual. Recreation

opportunities are available on campus, in the gym, the swimming

pool, or the large playground areas. Each cottage group also re

ceives a weekly work assignment.

In all facets of the program, a focus on the cottage group

—

the team and youngsters in a particular cottage—is paramount

The group model of care uses relationships within the peer group

and relationships with staff to promote stability. Staff members

communicate to youth and families the realities of their situation,

empathize with their hurts and frustrations, and offer support for

the plan of action chosen by the youngster and family.

A Brief History

Several years ago a growing conviction within Wilmington
Presbytery culminated in an effort to establish a ministry of pas-

toral care, counseling, and education. The focus of these concerns

was to improve the quality and health of individual and family

life throughout the Presbytery area. Their concern grew from a

deep understanding of the many problems faced by today's fam-

ilies. Thus, a Presbytery Committee was established to bring this

ministry to the people.

The proposal for this ministry met with widespread enthu-

siastic support from the Presbytery, the Synod of North Carolina,

and its service agency, Barium Springs Home for Children. Based

upon the Church's historic commitment to care for individuals

and families, Barium Springs and Wilmington Presbytery have

since April 1979 conducted a cooperative effort that provides an

indepth program to meet a demonstrated need for healing and

enrichment in the midst of individuals' and families' lives.

This ministry is provided through pastoral Care and Coun-
seling, as well as through Educational work in the areas of Family

and Personal Life. Pastoral Care, Counseling, and Education con-

ducted within the context of the Christian Faith are expressions of

a healing ministry combined with the knowledge and techniques

of the behavioral sciences. The work is carried out in a coopera-

tive atmosphere with other qualified helping professionals such

as pastors, social workers, nurses, psychologist, guidance coun-

selors, teachers, psychiatrists and the like. Indeed this particular

ministry is an endeavor that helps build a bridge between faith

and mental health.

As we enter the third year of this ministry, it is an under-

statement to say that the response has been tremendous. The
Center maintains offices in Wilmington and Jacksonville and per-

sons throughout the Presbytery area have made consistent use of

the services, which seems to indicate that a need is being met. And
indeed it is the responding to persons in need of help with their

individual and family lives that gives purpose and direction to

this ministry. It is a privilege to provide this care for persons in

the name of the Church and our Lord, Jesus Christ.

Services Offered

Nine basic areas of service are offered by the Presbyterian

Personal and Family Life Center:

1. Individual Counseling: to help individuals understand their

personal problems and potential and become better able to

cope with personal and interpersonal issues.

2. Marriage and Conjoint Counseling: to help husband and

wife or couples through individual and joint session (s) to

clarify their relational problems and find new and better

ways of relating.

3. Parent and Family Counseling: for parents and children to

move with greater understanding toward strengthening fam-

ily relationships. Several or all family members may be coun

seled at the same time through the use of individual, joint,

or total family sessions.

4. Children and Youth Counseling: to help those having prob-

lems at home, school, and with their peers.

5. Group Counseling: to help individuals explore interpersonal

feelings and problems with the goal of increasing competence

in interpersonal relations. This is a supplement to individual

counseling.

6. Educational Events: to offer educational opportunities to

assist individuals, couples, and families in their personal and

interpersonal relations and to enrich and expand their concept

of family and person.

7. Consultation Service: to support and assist clergy in evalu

ating parishioners' problems, in identifying the help that is

needed and in enhancing their own effectiveness in parish

ministry.

8. Premarital Counseling, for couples or individuals consider-

ing marriage to understand some of the factors which may
undermine healthy marital interaction as well as those which

contribute to a harmonious relationship.

9- Pastoral Care: to provide a support system for pastors

throughout the Presbytery. This service is provided through

visitation on behalf of Wilmington Presbytery.

The Board of Regents approved a request from Synod's Co-

ordinating Council to : ( 1 ) continue its management of the Pres-

byterian Personal and Family Life Center (PPFC) at Wilming-
ton; and (2) duplicate this model in other areas as approved by
the Ministry Group on Family Life (MGFL) as funds are avail-

able.

Readers will recall that PPFLC was established in 1979 by
Barium at the request of Synod's Council to attempt resolution of

the funding and management problems encountered in other

similar programs. The Center was to be a three year joint effort

of Synod and Barium. Regents reported to the Ministry Group
on Family Life in 1980 that the new model was operating suc-

cessfully. A second pastoral counselor, George Slaton, joined the

staff in July, 1980 and a satellite office was opened in Jacksonville.

As our society grows more complex and coping more dif-

ficult it seems certain that many more individuals and families

will need, at various points in their lives, help in facing change
and stress. The MGFL, Synod's Council and Barium believe that

the church cannot ignore this need or depend on the public
sector to adequately meet this need.

Even if this were possible, some would seek help more easily

and quickly if offered by the church. Hence, Barium looks forward
to helping other communities and/or areas avail themselves of
this proven service on behalf of the church.

THE WILL OF A CHRISTIAN

"You shall remember the Lord your God, for it is He who
gives you power to get wealth."

Deuteronomy 8:18a

Your Christian Will may state very simply, "I believe in

Jesus Christ as Lord and Saviour," or it may be a more extended

expression of your faith. By such a statement you acknowledge

that your making of a Will is something more than a routine

business transaction. Your Will should make fair and sensible

provisions for loved ones in accordance with their needs and the

size of your estate. You remember the words of the Psalmist,

"The earth is the Lord's and the fullness thereof; the world, and

they that dwell therein."

And, because you remember, you will leave a portion of

your estate, no matter how small, to advance the cause of Christ's

Kingdom. As a Christian you leave no finer legacy to your family

than a genuine testimonial of your faith as expressed through a

bequest to the Church and/or one of its service agencies.

A Will is a written document in which the maker states how
his property is to be distributed after his death. Basically, a Will

should serve two purposes: (1) distribute what you own accord-

ing to your wishes; (2) distribute it as economically as possible.

To these two purposes Bee Quest would add a third—an acknowl-

edgement that Jesus Christ is your Lord and Saviour.

You are God's steward and trustee. As a Christian you have
been given the right to acquire and to retain material goods as a

trust from God—for the benefit of your loved ones and your

fellow man. You are aware of your accountability to God for

the use of all material things you call your own. Your Will is a

final opportunity to complete your stewardship of earthly posses-

sions; it is your last chance to make a true confession of faith and
love.

When you include in your Will a bequest to the church or

one of its agencies, your resources will continue to work for the

Kingdom of God, in your name, down through the years. By
remembering, you acknowledge your gratitude to God for all

ifliiflof His blessings. You follow the sound principle of Christian

stewardship which you applied in your daily life. Perhaps the most

valuable heritage you can leave your loved ones is an example of

Christian stewardship in the final disposition of your property.

Failure to make a Will often brings deep sorrow and un-

necessary expense to loved ones. Therefore, love for members of

your family insists that there will be no tragedy because you ne-

glected to make a Will. Your dependents may have special needs;

however, the court will not take these into consideration as it

applies the letter of the law to your Will. You should deal sym-

pathetically with the special needs and circumstances of your

dependents. Make a Will now that reflects your Christian grati-

tude and love.

Most people recognize the need for private colleges, univer-

sities, museums, the arts, medical research foundations, etc., to

have large endowments . . . but very few appreciate the critical

need for children's homes to have substantial and growing en-

dowments. Have you made room in your Will for Barium Springs

Home for Children? One form of a testamentary bequest is:

"I give, devise and bequeath to Barium Springs Home
for Children, Barium Springs, N. C. (then state the

amount of your bequest or percentage) for the use of

said agency in fulfillment of its general corporate

purposes."

Or your bequest may be designated for a specific use which

can be memoralized; or it may be added to the endowment; or,

Barium Springs may be named a contingent beneficiary to receive

a bequest only if there are no surviving primary beneficiaries.

Every individual who possesses anything has the responsi-

bility of deciding who is to receive his estate, no matter how small

or how large. Every Christian also has a further obligation to

return to his fellow man a portion of the goods he has accumu-

lated through his life's work.

Followers of Christianity have established churches, schools,

hospitals and organizations to help the sick, the uneducated and
the needy. Today all of us benefit from this heritage. It may not

always be apparent, but it touches your daily life in many ways.

You have a responsibility to keep it alive and strengthen it.

You can satisfy your love and concern for your loved ones

and your fellow man by making a valid Christian Will. Only you

have the power and the right to make such a Will. Please do.

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The First School Year
In it's first year of operation the campus school has "made a

difference" in the lives of Barium youngsters. The majority of

students arriving at Barium have not attended school regularly,

if at all. They have experienced very little success academically,

and think of teachers as "against them" and school as a "drudge."

Since opening the school, our main purpose has been to provide

remedial help where needed and to help students achieve success

in a supportive educational setting. Our goal has been continually

realized, as we see youngsters settle in, one by one, to the routine

of school and to the task of learning.

Each student is tested on the day he arrives, and placed in

the different subject areas according to ability. They are tested

again in January, and once again at the end of the school year in

order to check their progress. This year, according to recent test

scores, there was an average gain of over a year-and-a-half in

reading levels. Several showed gains of as much as three years.

During the second semester, 75% of the students showed more
than the five month's expected gain in reading as well as in spell-

ing. Gains in math skills have been similar.

Upon hearing these test results last week, one eighth grader

remarked, "I used to be a terrible reader. Now I'm great!" His

teacher laughed with him, knowing it was true. After a good

group discussion on World War II recently, one teacher said,

"Times like this make it all worth while."

It seems, looking back on the year, that we've had a lot of

"times like this." In countless sessions of poetry writing, drawing,

science experiments, good stories, and arguments over why the

South lost the war, we have learned a great deal from one another,

become fast friends . . . and enjoyed it all immensely.

Working With Disturbed Children Is Hard
The editorial by Donald A. Orr in the February 16 Outlook

n| really hit home. I began full-time work in residential child care

a little more than two years ago, and even though I'd been a

board member in another children's home for more than five years

and had been a counselor to some of the residents there while

working on a master's degree, I wasn't prepared for the aggressive

behavior Mr. Orr wrote about in the public schools. Shortly after

I came here I was called on one night to help calm a young

resident who had already assaulted several of our staff, damaged

some furniture, and put his fist through a window trying to get

out. My theological education and ten years' experience as a

"warm, caring" pastor were of little help in trying to subdue a

frightened, defiant teen-ager who was determined to hurt some

adults.

Children's homes have changed, and sometimes I wonder

if our theology also has changed. Our business was a lot easier

and a lot more attractive when we cared for cute little orphans

or children from broken homes, and it was easy to feel we were

providing a ministry. Now some of the people who study these

things tell us that more effort should have been made to hold

families together, that children often do better when they aren't

placed in places like ours, and that adoption, foster homes, and

group homes are often a better alternative. Many in our field

have had our self-righteous balloons burst; as we care for more

disturbed, more aggressive, less attractive adolescents, we're more

on the frontier of our faith.

L. GIVING UP IS WORSE
It isn't hard to find a theological basis for a ministry to

troubled people. The parable of the sheep and the goats and the

story of the good Samaritan are appropriate and hard to refute.

The problem comes when we try to translate that over-arching

framework into day-to-day terms.

How does our theology help comfort staff members who
have been assaulted by residents who don't know better ways

to express anger, hurt, and disappointment? What do I say to

the staff member whose child has been molested by a confused

resident? How do I resolve my own worries about my family's

safety as we live with children who often resent and react against

anyone in authority?

These questions trouble me, but what troubles me a lot more

is that good, committed church people will give up on others

who aren't nice, clean, and respectable. I'm troubled by what

may be a move toward further insulation and isolation in our

churches, where being part of a "majority" may be more import-

ant than hanging in there with some awfully unlovable people.

Working with these troubled, troubling people can be terribly

discouraging, but giving up would be even worse.

'WHY ARE WE CALLED BARIUM SPRINGS?'

One day a tribe of Indians living in this area made a mar-

velous discovery. Deep in the woods they encountered a group

of old horses they had turned out to die years before. The

horses were not only alive, the story goes, but spry and healthy.

Nearby they soon uncovered the natural springs, and Indians from

miles away came to be healed by the "Medicine Water." Many
who bathed in it spread the word of miraculous cures from

wounds and diseases.

At the same time, though, they noticed that deer and other

wild animals would not drink from it, so they named it "Poison

Springs." When the white settlers moved into the area in 1775,

they too were afraid of drinking the water. Many years passed,

until finally the water was analyzed and found to possess a number

of health-giving substances. The largest spring contained mainly

barium, but it actually was only one of nine springs, each within

ten steps of the next one. Each of the nine contained a different

element. Besides the barium spring, then, there were limestone,

salt, iron, alum, chalybeate, magnesia, and red, white, and blue

sulphur springs.

By 1882, the property had become known as Linster's

Springs, as it was owned by the F. F. Linster family. A Statesville

Record and Landmark article at the time described it this way:

"This remarkable spot has many visitors. So many dif-

ferent kinds of water . . . are situated in a beautiful dell

into which the sun can hardly penetrate, and from

which the evening sun becomes invisible for an hour

before it sets. The place has nothing but its natural

attractions to ofher the visitor, but these are certainly

rare.

It seemed destined to become a thriving resort area. Nearly

every house in Troutman rented out a spare room or two to a con

In Duke Endowment Grants
Trustees of the Duke Endowment have made a grant of

$18,000 to Barium Springs Home for Children to support its on-

campus school for teenagers in care, according to A. H. Gale, Jr.,

director of the Endowment's Hospital and Child Care Division.

A concurrent grant of $30,000 to assist with the cost of renova-

tion to provide suitable space for the school was also announced

by Gale.

Both Earle Frazier, executive director of the Barium Springs

Home for Children and Rev. David Q. Garrison, president of the

Board of Regents, expressed appreciation to the Duke Endowment

for this special support.

Barium Springs Home for Children has received annual

support from the Duke Endowment since 1925. Since that time,

trustees of the Duke Endowment have made grants to Barium

Springs totaling more than $850,000.

In addition to children's homes in North Carolina and

South Carolina, the Endowment also assists nonprofit hospitals in

the Carolinas; four educational institutions, Duke, Johnson C.

Smith, and Furman Universities, and Davidson College; and rural

United Methodist churches, retired United Methodist ministers

and widows and dependent orphaned children of United Metho-

dist ministers in North Carolina.

The Duke Endowment was established by James B. Duke
in 1924, and is today among the largest private foundations in

the United States, with assets valued at $380,608,292. Grants

made during 1980 totaled $33-5 million.

Since 1924, trustees of the Duke Endowment have ap-

propriated more than a half billion dollars—$538,433,817—to

the beneficiaries selected by Mr. Duke.

stant stream of visitors. Trains from Charlotte and Statesville

stopped four times a day, and carts would shuttle people down to

the springs by way of what is now the dirt "orchard road." Each of

the nine springs was fixed up with a rock wall around it, and

the whole area of an acre or so was landscaped in lawns and

flowers, and enclosed. The plans were to build a hotel and swim-

ming pool, and to develope three more springs further back in

the woods into bathing pools.

Unfortunately, the property had to be sold and re-sold

as each owner in turn was unable to pay the mortgage. A hotel

was eventually completed in 1886, and the name changed to

Barium Springs. The hotel was "a neat wooden structure of

dressed lumber, covered with tin, two stories high and one hun-

dred feet long, containing thirty good sized rooms with a well

of water and several outhouses." (N. C. Presbyterian, Nov. 1890)
It was located a short distance from the springs on a slight rise of

land surrounded by oaks, the site of the present dining hall. After

several changes of ownership, the hotel was finally sold to the

Synod of North Carolina in 1891 to house the first children of

the orphanage.

In the meantime, the Barium Springs Company retained

ownership of the springs, and did a booming business from the

1880's to the end of World War I, when they were sold to the

children's home. A booklet, entitled the "Water Book," published

by the company in 1903 contained multiple testimonials to the

springs' healing powers. The water was sold in five gallon glass

demijohns which were set into individual wooden crates. It was
also available in large wooden barrels lined with wax. The demi-

johns sold for $2.50 and the 53 gallon barrels for $9-00. These

were shipped all over the country; there are records that even list

shipments to Ireland and England.

A begrudging comment is found in the Landmark of Sep-

tember 5, 1889: "The dullest month of the year, and J. I. Pope,

manager of Barium Springs, has shipped over $100 worth of

water."

Advertising itself as "the great human repair shop," the

company claimed almost limitless curative powers for the water

—

everything from skin diseases to rheumatism to cancer. Many of

the testimonials were written by physicians and well-known lead-

ers in the community and state. An example is this one by Mr. J.

C. Howie of Charlotte: "I suffered from inflammatory rheumatism,

spent $300 at Hot Springs, Arkansas, and lost all hopes of re-

covery. Spent six weeks at the Barium Springs, gained 25 pounds,

and my health was as good as it ever was. I felt like a new man."

It is interesting to note that people were asked to accom-

pany their orders with a letter explaining their problem, so that

a physician connected with the company could then send instruc-

tions along with the water. These instructions were sometimes

fairly extensive, and may have played a role in some of the

healings. To cure eczema, for instance, they advised the person

not only to bathe in Barium water every two hours, but also to

drink a gallon of water a day, soak the skin in a bran solution,

apply a particular commercial ointment, drink a glass of milk

before each meal, take frequent naps and follow a detailed diet.

Whatever the factors involved, it is certain that many
people believed they were healed from the Barium water. In an

old advertisement, the Springs were allowed to speak for them-

selves:

"My name is Barium Rock Water; I have sped through

strange, dark ways untried before, by pure desire for

friendship led, I bring four royal gifts to thee:

Long Life, Health, Peace, and Purity."

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ENTHUSIATIC BOARD OF REGENTS MEET
The Barium Board of Regents met in regular session on

November 15-16 to hear staff reports, long range planning re-

ports and a report from Synod's Ad-Interim Committee on Co-

ordinated Child Care. Nineteen of twenty-three Regents were

present.

From staff reports we are pleased to report that the three

major programs of the Home continue to make progress. Rebecca

Armentrout, Director of Residential Services, shared observations

about some of the joys and sorrows of working with troubled

youth. Sara Kent, Director of Day Care Services, noted the need

for additional infant care space; space currently not available in

the Center's facility. David Mclnnis, Director of the Wilmington
Family Life Center, reported that the Center's staff is at this time

unable to meet the demand for counseling services. A part time

counselor will be employed to assist with this problem.

Broadus Hamilton, Director of Development and Treasurer,

gave a comparative report of income and expenditures over the

past several years. He noted that while actual salary related ex-

penditures have risen, salaries remain a fairly constant percentage

of total expenditures.

Clements Lamberth, General Presbyter for Concord Presby-

tery, and Jack Parse, a member of the committee on Coordinated

Child Care, reported on the proposed plan for coordinating the

work of Glade Valley School, Grandfather Home for Children,

and Barium Springs Home for Children. The plan, which calls

for Glade Valley and Grandfather Home to move from Presby-

tery to Synod jurisdiction, will be finalized by the Ad-Interim

Committee for the 1982 meeting of Synod.

Preliminary reports on Long Range Planning were given by

Harriet Gilbert (Program Committee) John Randolph (Facility

Committee), Grace Hartzog (Administration Committee) and

Joyce Davis (Development Committee). Each committee was

given further instructions for refining and completing recommen-

dations to be presented to the Board of Regents at the April 25-26,

1982 meeting.

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Services Expanded At Barium Day Care Center

Realizing the problem that many parents of pre-school age

children face because of lack of services to children with com-

munication disorders, Barium has started a class at the Family

and Child Development Center to focus on this problem.

This pre-school age child will learn how to communicate

more effectively at an age in which the necessary foundation for

all future learning is built. It is imperative that these children

learn proper patterns of communication or relearn patterns that

have been distorted due to various complications. The program
will be designed not simply to teach correct pronunciation but

also to teach understanding of language at a particular child's

capacity.

The program will directly affect not only the children but

their families as well. Teaching parents to communicate effec-

tively with children who are not capable of the normal acquisition

of language skills can have tremendous impact on family rela-

tions. Helping parents understand the disorder opens new doors

for effective communication. It minimizes the often devastating

effects such as high anxiety, frustration, aggression and with-

drawal in children. With proper education of parents this can

possibly be avoided.

Barium Springs is physically ideal for such a program. The
closest comparable services for these children with communica-
tion disorders is in Charlotte or Winston-Salem. Most parents

cannot afford the time or money needed to travel this distance.

Not only is Barium centrally located in the community but the

building itself offers great potential. The equipment at the Center

is a tremendous advantage in teaching children and their parents,

as well as other educators. The existing classrooms allow for

proper integration of children with problems into the main-

stream of society. The availability of appropriate models and the

potential for structuring good interaction between children with

communication problems and those without similar problems will

certainly aid in the development of language skills.

Sara P. Kent, director of the center, sees in this program
great potential for the cooperation of other community agencies

such as churches, Headstart program, day care facilities, public

school systems, and local physicians.

Special Services Coordinator
On January 4, 1982, William Reade Baker assumed the

position of Special Services Coordinator at the Family and Child

Development Center at Barium Springs. In this newly created

position, Baker's primary responsibility will be working with pre-

schoolers with communications disorders and their families. This

new service of Barium is described elsewhere in the Messenger.

Mr. Baker is well qualified for this position. He received

his B.A. degree in Psychology at University of North Carolina,

Charlotte, in 1974. He also has an A-Certificate in Special Edu-

cation from Winthrop College, Rock Hill, S. C.

For the past three and one-half years, Baker has been em-
ployed by the North Carolina Department of Human Resources

at the Developmental Evaluation Center, Concord, N. C. Reade
and his wife, Sue, occupy a staff residence on campus. We welcome
them to the Barium community.

About our residential group care program

for troubled teenagers we stated: 'The only such program in our

state . .

.'

The Reverend David F. Conrad of St. Luke's Evangelical

Lutheran Church, Charlotte, wrote to remind us that Lutheran

Family Services does indeed provide small group home programs

for troubled teenagers; a fact of which we were well aware. We
are also aware that other church agencies across our state—Elon

Home for Children, Baptist Children's Home, Boys and Girls

Homes, Boys Town, etc.—care for teenagers with varying degrees

of problems.

Our intent was to communicate that we are the only institu-

tional program serving troubled teenagers exclusively. This intent

was obviously not served by our ill-chosen words. Thank you,

Reverend Conrad, for calling this error to our attention.

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Many children ages 12-14 have need of special services

to help them cope with learning, emotional or social

problems.

These needs will be met when Barium Springs Home
for Children (BSHC) and Alexander Children's Center

(ACC) of Charlotte, cooperating Presbyterian agencies,

open the Pre-Adolescent Center on the campus of BSHC
on April 1.

Alexander Children's Center provides treatment for

children ages 6 to 12 who have significant problems in

these areas. Glenn Robinson, executive director of ACC,

has expressed concern that "many children outgrow our

program but still need special services which are quite

imited."

Both Ed Chapin, director of Mecklenburg County De-

?artment of Social Services, and Jerry Moore of the Division

of Exceptional Children Services, Charlotte-Mecklenburg

Schools, have confirmed Robinson's observations.

Barium Springs has, in recent years, served troubled teen-

agers. Earle Frazier, executive director, has noted children 12-14

years of age often cannot function in groups consisting primarily

of older teens.

Frazier also pointed out the shift to serving teens has resulted

in limiting the capacity of BSHC to approximately 50 youth,

though the home has bed-space for 75-80 children.

Philosophy and Goals

The Teen Center program of Barium Springs Home for Children

has responded to the changing needs in a changing society by com-

mitting itself specifically to providing group care for teenagers who

are having more than usual difficulty in their home, community, and

school. As we try to best accomplish the tasks we set for ourselves,

the staff also offers counseling, planning, and support services to the

families of teenagers in residence. In each case individual planning is

to accomplish the following goals:

• Stabilize the youngster's and family's situation as quickly as pos-

sible to make sound planning possible.

• Enhance the development of trusting relationships between staff

team members and families, and develop meaningful relationships

between the youngster and both peers and adults.

• Offer help in such a fashion as to increase the probability of the

family and youngsters using our help to clarify basic problems and

develop strategies for resolving and/or coping with these problems.

The direction taken may be toward reuniting the family toward

achieving a satisfying relationship but with a lesser amount of contact.

Program Structure

Services to youngsters in residence and to their families are pro-

vided in each of six cottages by a team of skilled staff. Each team con-

sists of one social worker, two child care workers, and one teacher.

Team members share responsibility in admission procedures, imple-

mentation of child care programs and family service plans, and opera-

tion of the cottage within agency guidelines. The campus operates

on a year-round, full-time basis except that children observe major

holidays and a two-week summer vacation in their homes away from

campus. Recreation opportunities are available on campus in the gym,

the swimming pool, or the large playground areas. Each cottage group

also receives a weekly work assignment.

Since 1980, all youngsters have attended school in the licensed,

private school on campus. Our schooling and instruction are designed

Background

On April 1, 1982, Barium Springs Home for Children is expanding

our residential group care program. This program, the Pre-Adolescent

Center, will be on the south end of the Barium Springs campus and

separate from the current residential program for teenagers.

The impetus for this new program came from dialogue between

Barium Springs and Alexander Children's Center, a Presbyterian agency

in Charlotte, North Carolina. Alexander is a treatment center for

emotionally disturbed children, while Barium Springs has, in recent

years, provided residential care for troubled teenagers. The two agencies

recognized that neither setting provided appropriate services for 11,

12, and 13 year olds with significant social, emotional, and learning

problems. Both agreed that a new program was needed, an opinion

confirmed by department of social services and school officials. With
adequate facilities available at Barium Springs, and with experience,

expertise, and commitment from Alexander and Barium Springs, it

was decided to establish the Pre-Adolescent Center.

The Program

The Pre-Adolescenr Center will be housed in the Quadrangle

(Wallace, Johnston, Stultz and Cannon cottages). In order to simplify

program development, the first children admitted will be Alexander

Center residents from Mecklenburg County. The first cottage to open

will house boys, with a second cottage being used for school, office,

and central dining. Eventually, the program could serve from 24 to 32

children, with a maximum of 8 in each cottage. Each cottage will be

staffed by two skilled child care workers, who will provide the daily

nurture and guidance needed by the boys and girls.

All children will initially attend classes on campus with one special

education teacher for every eight students. Later, public school may

be considered as an option for those children showing the potential

to succeed there. In addition to the regular 180 days of school, the

Center will provide summer instruction aimed at maintaining academic

skills.

The Pre-Adolescent Center plans to develop a "helping com-

munity" among staff and children by integrating work, play, learning,

and worship. The Center seeks, in particular, to enhance the child's

relationships with family members and to promote realistic planning

for the future.

DAY CARE PROGRAM
Philosophy and Goals

The philosophy of the Family and Child Development Center is

that all children share certain needs, and can benefit from a compre-

hensive developmental program to meet these needs. Our goals are:

Encourage self-confidence, spontaneity, curiosity, and self-

discipline which will assist in the development of the child's

social and emotional health.

Enhance the child's mental processes and skills with particular

attention to conceptual and verbal skills.

Establish patterns and expectations of success for the child,

which will create a climate of confidence for his present and

future learning efforts and overall development.

Encourage good health habits and development of physical

abilities.

Endeavor to increase the ability of the child and his family to

relate to each other in a loving and supporting manner.

Enhance a sense of dignity and self-worth within the child and

his family.

Program Structure
Each weekday 87 children ( 16 infants, 14 two-year olds, 20 three-

years olds, 24 four-year olds, and 13 school-age children) engage in a

variety of activities to enrich their world. The center is presently

operating at capacity enrollment with a waiting list.

The program is designed to meet the interests and needs of the

children. Activities promote interaction with others but also leave the

child free to play alone and develop special skills and interests. Time
is spent out doors and in the gym to develop physical skills. Field

trips are planned to enhance the child's knowledge of his world.

In addition to serving children in the Troutman - Statesville -

Mooresville area, the center serves as a model for day care workers

to come and observe and take part in workshops, and training provided

by the center.

The Day Care Program receives support from the parents of the

children, the Iredell County Department of Social Services, the N. C.

Department of Human Resources, the N. C. Food Services Program,
and from Barium Springs Home for Children.

In the summer an additional 30 children, ages 5-10, participate in

a program specifically designed for them. This program includes swim-
ming, arts and crafts, and field trips to enhance the child's knowledge
pf his surroundings.

Parent participation and education is also an important part of

n the Day Care Program. Monthly meetings and workshops are held.

SPECIAL SERVICES PROGRAM
Philosophy and Goals

The Special Services Program is designed to meet the growing
demand for early intervention in the lives of children with special

developmental needs. The Special Services Program operates within
the Family and Child Development Center structure and adds home
training for specific children, one to one developmental programing
and small group instruction. It is an addition to the existing potential
for parent group and para-professional workshops offered by the
Family and Child Development Center. The program is primarily
designed to individually assess the needs of children 0-5 and provide
program instruction in identified areas of delayed development. Our
goals are: ( 1 ) to help alleviate problem areas of development before
a child reaches public school age, (2) to mainstream children when
possible into the normal classroom setting, and ( 3 ) to educate parents
as to the nature of their child's problem and methods of appropriate
developmental stimulation.

Program Structure

All children enrolled in the Family and Child Development
Center are eligible for the Special Services Program without additional
cost. Parents who wish to participate in the Special Services Program
or the home training aspect of the program without enrolling their
child in the Family and Child Development Center are charged $15.00
per hour. Parents and para-professional workshops are charged ac-
cording to the cost of materials per workshop.

Parent participation is a primary goal of the Special Services
Program. Classroom participation is requested and home training is

directed to the education of parents. Home training is available at odd
hours to accommodate working parents. For those parents whose
children are enrolled in other day care facilities, consultation is avail-

able through the home training program and through direct con-
sultation to day care agencies.

Our program operates in the spirit of "total involvement." We
feel there is no room for competition in the delivery of services to
children with special needs. By working together with the "total in-

volvement" method in mind we are able to utilize all available services
to meet the_ needs of preschoolers, regardless of their placement in
the community.

A Brief History

The past three years have obviously been significant in the life

of the Presbyterian Personal and Family Life Center. It has grown

from the ideas and hopes of persons within Wilmington Presbytery,

Barium Springs Home for Children, and the Synod into a service that

provides more than two thousand hours of counseling and educational

events each year. It has changed from an idea to a reality, from a

dream to a daily presence in the lives of persons seeking help from a

hope to a readily available resource to pastors as they care for their

parishioners. These three years have given substance to a concern

for improving the quality and health of individual and family life as

well as contributing to the depth of care available to persons in local

congregations.

During these three years the cooperation of the individual ses-

sions, Wilmington Presbytery, the Synod of North Carolina, and its

service agency, Barium Springs Home for Children has become a

foundation that gives vitality and consistency to the services available

through the Center.

This ministry is provided through pastoral Care and Counseling,

as well as through Educational work in the areas of Family and Per-

sonal Life. Pastoral Care, Counseling, and Education conducted within

the context of the Christian Faith are expressions of a healing ministry

combined with the knowledge and techniques of the behavioral

sciences. The work is carried out in a cooperative atmosphere with

other qualified helping professionals such as pastors, social workers,

nurses, psychologists, guidance counselors, teachers, psychiatrists and

the like. Indeed this particular ministry is an endeavor that helps

build a bridge between faith and mental health.

As we complete the third year of this ministry, the future may

be faced optimistically. The continuance of the relationship between

the various church courts and agencies that make the ministry possible

is a source of great pleasure in that this cooperation daily emphasizes

the value and possibilities of the conncctional system. Further, the

addition of Ms. Kathy Weeks with her training in psychology has

added new depth to the staff while the ongoing work and commitment

of Rev. George Slaton and Rev. David McInnis have continued to

establish the stability from which this ministry is offered.

Finally, the establishment of a sound financial basis as well as

consistent useage of the available services indicate that a need is being

met. Certainly, it is this responding to persons in need of help with

their individual and family lives that gives purpose and direction to

this ministry. It is indeed a privilege to provide this care for God's

people in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ.

Services Offered

Nine basic areas of service are offered by the Presbyterian Personal

and Family Life Center:

1. Individual Counseling: to help individuals understand their per-

sonal problems and potential and become better able to cope with

personal and interpersonal issues.

2. Marriage and Conjoint Counseling: to help husband and wife

or couples through individual and joint session (s) to clarify their

relational problems and find new and better ways of relating.

3. Parent and Family Counseling: for parents and children to move

with greater understanding toward strengthening family relation-

ships. Several or all family members may be counseled at the

same time.

4. Children and Youth Counseling: to help those having problems

at home, school and with their peers.

5. Group Counseling: to help individuals explore interpersonal feel-

ings and problems with the goal of increasing competence in inter-

personal relations. This is a supplement to individual counseling.

6. Educational Events: to offer educational opportunities to assist

individuals, couples, and families in their personal and inter-

personal relations and to enrich and expand their concept of family

and person.

7. Consultation Service: to support and assist clergy in evaluating

parishioners' problems, in identifying the help that is needed

and in enhancing their own effectiveness in parish ministry.

8. Premarital Counseling: for couples or individuals considering

marriage to understand some of the factors which may undermine
healthy marital interaction as well as those which contribute to a

harmonious relationship.

9. Pastoral Care: to provide a support system for pastors throughout

the Presbytery. This service is provided through visitation on
behalf of Wilmington Presbytery.

Dear Friend of Barium:

Thank you for your letter and for raising a very good question:

"What do Wills have to do with children?"

Mr. James W. Shepard of the Spofford Home, Kansas City,

Missouri, gives us some excellent answers in the Winter, 1979

issue of Spofford Scribbles. I appreciate his permission to share this

information.

Older adults, of course, have a natural interest in Wills, because

they have already seen them accomplish the last wishes of many of

their friends. They may already have drafted their own Wills, with

the help of an attorney, and even updated them through the years.

But what do Wills have to do with younger people, or chil-

dren?

Several important things:

Young parents need to have their own Wills, "his and hers,"

in order to provide proper care for their minor children, in case

something should happen to both parents at the same time (as in

a car, a fire or a plane accident ) ;
unfortunately it does happen

quite often.

In a thoughtful Will, each parent can name the guardian they

have chosen and agreed upon in the event the other spouse is not

living.

If they fail to make these provisions in their Wills, and the

children are orphaned, the State will appoint a guardian who will

be accountable to the court. This could be someone whom the

parents would not have chosen, probably the nearest relative who is

willing to take them.

And, of course, children's needs must be taken into considera-

tion when their inheritances are planned. A simple matter? Equal
shares to all?

Not necessarily. Suppose one child is handicapped and will

need special support all his/her life? As the children grow up,

other differences may also suggest unequal inheritances—for in-

stance, one child may have financial responsibility for the care of

the aging parent (s). It might be fitting to provide a large bequest
for that one, if possible.

Or one child may become unusually wealthy on his/her own,

or through marriage, while another may have real financial pressures

which could be alleviated through unequal bequests.

So when planning their Wills, parents should think beyond
simply "counting heads" in some cases.

Children do change through the years of education, adventure
and developing of relationships. There may be a time when a lump
sum inheritance would be a dangerous thing for a young person,

even though he may have reached voting age! At that time, it might
be wise for the parents to change their Wills, assigning not a cash

bequest, but smaller, regular, monthly income from a trust created

particularly for that person. The trust can be arranged through a

provision of the Will.

Remember, Wills once written do not have to be final. When
changes occur, in lifestyle, business, family, interests, etc., so can
the Wills.

There is another important way in which children can in-

fluence the plans you may have for your Will—the children at

Barium. These troubled youngsters are in a true sense, the de-

pendents of us all. They must look ro us for the chance to gain their

balance and catch up with a world that has gotten a head start

on them.

Your bequest to Barium might safely be an outright cash
amount, or a percentage of your estate. It could be a gift of stocks

or bonds, real estate, insurance, antiques, or other property of value.

Whether or not you can consider including a bequest for Bar-
ium Springs Home for Children, if you would like information on
Will writing (which could greatly benefit your heirs), just ask us.

There's no obligation but just a reminder that Barium welcomes
gifts and bequests for the future of some very important youngsters.

In the two years since its opening our

campus school has met a very special need

for those youngsters in our Adolescent

Center. They receive a full program of

instruction in the normal range of aca-

demic subjects (reading, English, spelling,

math, history, and science) as well as phy-

sical education and enrichment classes in

arts, crafts, independent living skills, and

personal issues. Our schooling and in-

struction are designed to complement and

coordinate with the broader program goals

of education and preparing individuals to

live satisfying and productive lives.

Academic instruction is geared to the

performance level of the individual to

best help each young person who is fun-

ctioning below grade/age level academ-

ically to attain appropriate grade/age

level and to realize his potential. The
cottage and school communicate closely

about each youngster's progress in school

and about other factors and situations in

his life which affect him and therefore

affect his school performance.

The results of all this can be seen in

each youngster who begins to take pride

in his school accomplishment for the first

time, who begins to believe a little more
in his own ability, who is able to success-

fully return to a public school, and in

each David Robinson who graduates and

moves on in life, a little better prepared

because of what he accomplished at Bar-

ium Springs. And for those of us who
appreciate more tangible results, achieve-

ment testing for the 1981-82 school year

in reading, spelling and math showed an

average achievement gain per student

greater than the number of months in

school in all three subjects.

Each cottage group, under the direc-

tion of the cottage teacher, has been in-

volved in a program of summer instruc-

tion to enhance and maintain skills acquir-

ed during the school year. Such creative

ideas as writing and presenting plays, and

holding debates and contests have been

combined with basic reviews to make the

summer instruction a little fun as well

as helpful. Soon the new school year will

be in full swing again, with orientation

day scheduled for August 25, and the

school will be filled again with groans

over homework, bells and student chatter,

and a lot of staff and youngsters excited

over what they are learning.

FOUR

When should I make my Will? If you don't have one—NOW.
In this article Bee Quest assumes you already have a Will; however,

le would point out there are four different time periods in your "Will"

ife. Each Will requires different provisions to meet changing needs and

esponsibilities. Let's take a look.

MARRIAGc
What would the Will a young man might make shortly after mar-

iage look like? Little planning would be required. Usually such a Will

s very brief and simple. It names an executor and leaves everything to

lis wife. Everything, that is, which does not become hers in another way.
;or example, life insurance is often the only substantial asset in a young
>erson's estate and passes directly to the wife if she is the beneficiary

tamed in the policy. For many young couples this first Will is more often

n expression of love and confidence than anything else.

PARENTHOOD
All of this changes (not the "love and confidence" Bee. Quest hopes)

vhen children arrive—even though one's estate is still not krge. A Will

5 now very definitely a necessity. If a young father dies without one his

iroperty would be distributed according to state law. In North Carolina

f the deceased father has no Will and leaves a widow and two children,

lis widow would receive only one-third of the estate and each child one-

hird. Also, the children's share would be administered by a court ap-

pointed guardian.

But parenthood does more than intensify the need for a Will— it

reates the need for a different Will. The "everything to my wife" pro-

ision in the first Will now leaves critical questions unanswered. What
f both parents should die in a "common disaster" while the children are

oung? Should the estate be administered by a guardian? Who? Perhaps

trust is the answer? A well planned trust is generally much more flexible

han a guardianship for the handling of a minor's inheritance.

Both parents should take the arrival of a child as a clear signal to

ither make a Will or to review the present one.

THE PEAK YEARS
Let us move ahead now some twenty-five years. With reasonable con-

dence, we may expect that the husband has now attained, or is rapidly

pproaching, the peak of his earning power. These are the years of sub-

rantial estate accumulation in terms of a larger home, increased income,
nd more productive investments. Even more important, perhaps, is the
uild-up of sizeable cash value in insurance and pension or profit-sharing

enefits.

Children are graduating from college, starting careers, marrying. One
r more grandchildren may have joined the family. Their needs, abilities,
nd character are unknown quantities. Tax considerations now loom large

^ estate planning and a "trust" in the Will is almost essential. Often
' two trust" Will is recommended to take maximum advantage of tax
ivings in the estates of both husband and wife. By giving the wife a
ower of appointment over one of the trusts, she can determine how the
ust property will be distributed among the children. Such a provision
rings maximum flexibility to the estate plan at a time when most needed.

THE RETIREMENT YEARS
At retirement the task of creating an estate plan is essentially com-

plete. Peak earning years are past; insurance is paid up; and pension
benefits are set. Of course there will probably be some gains in vested
capital, but a person's assets have assumed the character they will ulti-

mately have in his estate.

Usually at this stage in life the problem of drafting a Will is sim-
plified. Financial requirements and the personal characteristics of the
family have now become fixed. There are fewer imponderables to con-
sider and the Will should reflect this added certainty.

Revisions in the Will can be made with the utilization of a written
document known as a codicil. A codicil is an amendment executed with
the same care and formalities as the Will itself. It can be used to delete

or alter existing provisions no longer needed and to add new ones. In this

manner it is possible to redistribute parts of your estate without having
to resort to the task of rewriting a complete Will. Be sure the codicil is

prepared by your lawyer.

This is also the time to consider a program of lifetime giving. The
creation of an irrevocable living trust, offering substantial estate tax sav-

ings, might now be appropriate; but the Will must be very* carefully

revised to prevent serious inequities in the overall estate plan.

# # # # *

We have emphasized the need for regular Will review in terms of
landmarks in the life of a family. But Wills show signs of age in other
ways. A change in the law, a move to another state, the death of an
individual named as executor, a sudden increase in the size of an estate,

all these events can make a Will obsolete overnight. And testamentary
obsolescence usually means needless taxation, family disappointment, and
added expense in the administration of an estate. So be sure to review
your Will regularly so that it reflects changing needs.

The precise terms of the Will that fits your family and your finances

are a matter for discussion with your lawyer. See him without delay.

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ONCE UPON A TIME
Once upon a time the rigors of scratching a living from the

soil added to the plague of dread diseases took the lives of many

parents during their child-rearing years. Their children found

themselves dependent on the generosity of the church and its

orphanage. The orphanage, just one of many benevolent responses

of the church to people in need, became one of the most popular

causes ever undertaken by the church. The helplessness of lovable

children and the innate need of people to help was such a natural

"fit" that children and church people were a blessing to each

other for several decades. But that was once upon a time.

Once upon a time families no longer feared the dread dis-

eases. Rather, economic depression and war were the oppressors.

Children found themselves neglected and dependent. Often called

"the orphans of the living" these children replaced the true or-

phans living in the children's home. The church hardly knew the

difference and the children's home seemed not to mind that the

church hardly knew the difference. These needy and lovable

children often visited with church groups—sponsors they were

called—who provided gifts at Christmas and on birthdays. The

children were pleased with the gifts and personal attention while

church people were pleased to help. And despite the sometimes

uneasy feelings of both about the parents "out there somewhere,"

the children and churchmen continued to be a blessing to each

other for a couple of decades and the popularity of the orphanage

easily transferred to the children's home. But that, too, was once

upon a time.

Once upon a time the needs of families became so numerous

and intense that parents and grandparents were obviously hurting

as much as children. Increasing numbers of elderly people needed

housing and, in many instances, needed nursing care. Parents

needed help to cope with children, jobs, or the lack of jobs, and

each other. Working mothers needed day care for their young

children. Unwed mothers needed care, counseling and training.

Single parents needed support in resolving feelings associated with

separation, divorce and aloneness. Uncertainty about how to offer

real help with these complicated problems led to frustration

among church people and professional helpers alike. So the chil-

dren's home—turned family service agency—began to make ef-

forts to prevent family breakdown. Day care was developed and

promoted. Family life education was offered. Individual and

family counseling programs were initiated. And the families of

troubled youth in residence were offered help in redeeming their

flawed relationships. As you can see we have moved from "once

upon a time" to the "here and now."

Let us note another development between "then" and "now."

Back "then" when Synod of North Carolina established its or-

phanage, the directive of the church was very clear, "take care

of these homeless children." But as that need changed, there was

no machinery in our church's system whereby it could say as

clearly, "that task is finished. Now go and do this in the name

of the church." Rather, the Board of Regents—church people

elected by the church to represent the church—faced the task of

assessing changed needs and choosing directions. This task con-

tinues to this day and will, in all likelihood, continue into the

future as our society continues to change. It has been—and is

—

the heavy responsibility of these elected representatives of the

church to deal with the ever-changing realities of people in need

and discern what God and the church would have us do.

Presbyterians who do not know these Regents personally

can trust them by simply reviewing the performance of your

family service agency—its willingness to grapple with difficult

problems such as those presented by troubled teenagers—its wil-

lingness to join various clusters of churches in developing and
refining family life education and counseling services—its willing-

ness to develop and refine a model day care program from which
churches may ask for day care consultation and staff training—its

willingness to join another Presbyterian agency, Alexander Chil-

dren's Center of Charlotte, in devolping still another program
for troubled children. Your Regents have acted responsibly and
with compassion, as befits representatives of our church.

To summarize—Once upon a time the church gave much
to—and required much from—its Orphanage. Once upon a time

the church gave much to—and expected much from its Children's

Home. Today the church is giving much to its Family Service

Agency and seems not quite sure what to expect from the agency

Hence, I would welcome an opportunity to meet with any group
in your church to answer the questions we know are being asked,

to interpret the directions chosen by the Board of Regents and to

update your people on what you are doing through Barium
Springs Home for Children. I believe that when you know, you
will be proud—as I am—to be a part of an agency—and
church—willing to undertake difficult ministries simply because

the need is there.

The above statements are all false, and if you took the quiz

you probably marked each statement "false." But the purpose of

this exercise in "Will Power" is not to just score one hundred

percent but is to alert our readers to the importance of a Will for

each of us.

Bee Quest will not attempt to point out the fallacies in each

statement, but rather will tell you some of the important reasons

why you should have a Will.

It is true that without a Will the state will determine to

whom, how and when your property will be distributed. Usually,

close relatives will receive your estate, but probably not in the

shares you would have wanted. [In North Carolina when a person

dies without a Will, the estate is shared by the spouse (one-third)

and children, if more than one, ( two-thirds ). ] However, most of

Us want to determine to whom and in what proportions our assets
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will be divided. The Will prepared by the State does not do this.

Many husbands and wives own all of their property jointly;

but to rely on joint ownership instead of a Will can be risky. For

example, at the death of one the property will not necessarily pass

as owners would have wanted but, rather, as the laws of the state

provide.

In summary, Bee Quest lists a few of the things a sound Will

can do for you.

1. It distributes your property. To distribute money and

other things of value is the most common use of a Will. (In

most states a widow has certain rights to an estate, regardless

of the provisions of the Will ) . Suppose one of your intended

heirs dies before you do. With a Will you can provide for

this possibility and name a contingent beneficiary. It is al-

ways well to name a contingent beneficiary (or alternate use

of the property) should the primary beneficiary predecease

you.

2. It establishes responsibility. In your Will you name the

Executor (person or institution) who, with the aid of the

Court, will be responsible for carrying out the provisions of

your Will. By naming the Executor, you have peace of mind
in knowing that someone you choose will carry out your

wishes.

3. It can help minimize taxes. As we all know, Federal

and State Estate taxes may be quite susbtantial. Your estate

may be larger than you realize and the tax bite can chew up
many thousands of dollars you had intended for your heirs.

Proper planning may eliminate or substantially reduce estate

taxes.

4. It can name guardians. Certainly if you have minor

children, you would want to name their guardian. Also, if

there are elderly or incompetent relatives for whom a guard-

ian is needed, you should name the person to be responsible

for their welfare.

5. It gives you flexibility in setting other goals. In the

process of making your Will, you will take a close look at

what you own and what you would like to accomplish with

your property. Perhaps there are children to educate? Elderly

parents to provide for? Mortgaged real estate? Retirement

objectives? Charitable responsibilities? These are some of

the questions to be considered in your Estate Plan. A sound

Will provides the flexibility to enable you to make provis-

ions for those uncertainties which confront all of us.

So, . . . you made an excellent score on the quiz. Bee Quest

commends you. However, commendations are not enough. See

your attorney. Draw your Will now.

What about children? We might be

The 1940's—World War II. Children's

programs were funded to allow women
to join the work force in the war effort.

The 1960's—The War on Poverty.

Head Start was initiated as one of the
many approaches to improve eco-
nomic opportunities.

It is interesting to ponder why we as
a society are still unwilling to state forth-

right that the developmental needs and
rights of younger children are the rea-

sons for providing early childhood pro-

grams and services.

The aim of early childhood edu-
cation is to facilitate the development
of young children. It is not the goal of

early childhood education to teach
growing tall. It is not the goal of early

childhood education to teach conser-
vation.

The goal of early childhood edu-
cation is to facilitate:

• cognitive development,
• emotional development,
• social development, and
• motor development.

Great numbers of America's chil-

dren will not receive appropriate devel-

opmental opportunities during their early

years unless assistance is available to

their parents to help them achieve such
experiences for their children.

How can children be assured of

developmentally appropriate experi-

ences? I propose four suggestions to

guide our thinking:

THINK CHILDREN! Lets not lose, if

we ever had it, the ability to put our-

selves in the shoes of children, and con-
sider how it would feel to be denied the
basic opportunities essential for devel-
oping our fullest potential and a fair

shake at experiencing our potential to-

ward developmental competence.
What is the chance for a significant

attitude change in our society to "think

children"? After all, children are no longer
an economic asset providing an extra

set of hands to help support the family.

In fact, each child is an added eco-
nomic burden. And what chance is there

for a "think children" movement when
children do not vote and do not have
money to contribute to campaigns and

THINK QUALITY! No setting, includ-

ing the family, assures children of the
opportunities needed to facilitate rather

than inhibit the fulfillment of their poten-
tial. The determining factor is the quality

of activities, the quality of adult/child in-

teractions, the quality of child/child
interactions.

For those of us involved in providing
developmental experiences for young
children, herein lies our biggest chal-

lenge: to endeavor to achieve training,

standards, ethics and funds that will en-
able us to assure each child quality de-
velopmental experiences.

Developmental child care pro-

vides an education program that pre-

pares the child for success in public
school. Nationwide studies spanning 15

years have found:
1. Early childhood programs signif-

icantly reduced the number of

children assigned to special ed-
ucation classes.

creased children's scores on
achievement tests.

4. 1. Q. Test scores indicated low-

income children who attended
pre-school surpassed those who
did not, and maintained high

scores approximately 10 to 15
years later.

5. Children who attended pre-
school were more likely to hold
jobs after school, a hopeful sign

that effects of pre-school will ex-

tend to employment and other

kinds of success beyond the
classroom.

I would like to re-emphasize the
challenges that face us: formulating

questions that will lead us closer to find-

ing ways to assure children of their birth-

right; assuring them their right to
opportunities that will facilitate the de-
velopment of their potential.

Leon Chestang, a noted educator,
has eloquently addressed these issues:

THE JOINT VENTURE
The boards of Barium Springs

Adolescent Center in early 1982. In a
broad sense, the purpose was clear: to

provide quality residential care for

ichildren, ages 10-13, with significant

isocial, emotional, behavioral, and
.learning problems. This new program
'would be a joint venture, located at

* (Bah urn Springs and relying on the re-

sources of both agencies to develop
and implement effective services.

From the onset, an identifying

mark of the Pre-Adolescent Center has

been the partnership of two agencies

of the Presbyterian Church: Barium
Springs Home for Children has long

been recognized as a leader in residen-

tial group child care; Alexander Chil-

dren's Center is one of the foremost

residential treatment centers in North

Carolina. The Pre-Adolescent Center

has relied on both agencies—on
Barium Springs for facilities, daily care,

education, family services, administra-

tion; and on Alexander for intake serv-

ices, clinical assessment, therapy.

Most of the children in care formerly

lived at Alexander. Regular visits back
there have ensured more continuity

than is usually the case for children

moving to a second child care agency.

FACILITIES AND LOCATION

As the new staff prepared for the

admission of the first two boys on April

1, 1982, we were pleased at how
smoothly Wallace Cottage converted

to an office-school-dining facility. Sev-

eral former bedrooms became class-

rooms, another bedroom became the

director's office, and the living room
made an attractive dining area. The
overall effect was functional, welcom-
ing, and comfortable.

The gym and HUB (game room)
provide regular opportunities for a va-

riety of activities. A great natural asset

is the woodland surrounding the
Center. The children enjoy taking hikes

to the spring or to one of the ponds.

Often they enjoy exploring or club-

housing. On a recent exploration one
boy found an Indian arrowhead in a

field.

In June, all the staff and children

from Alexander came to Barium
Springs for the First Annual Field Day.

The spacious playground and the

swimming pool provided the setting

for exciting events and a picnic.

STAFF TALENTS

Residential child care is a people-

to-people service. A program can be
especially distinguished by the ways in

which the talents of staff are put to use.

One of the staff does a great deal of art

with the children. Projects included an
exciting art show and chalk drawings
on the tennis court. Another staff pro-

vides delicious meals, often accom-
modating to individual tastes. One who
is skilled at sewing makes personal

bathrobes for the children. Another
leads them in learning new games and
in planning special events.

Fifth Sunday Plan At Graves Memorial
by Leighton McKeithen, Pastor

If you have been in the ministry as

long as I have, you will remember the

days when there was more frequent

face-to-face contact with the heads of

the boards and agencies of our Church
than there has been in recent years.

This is no criticism of the servants of

the Church today who shoulder the re-

sponsibilities given them by the courts

and institutions; many changes have

been wrought in organizations and
their structures over the last quarter-

century.

One of the great pluses of earlier

years was having John Anderson or

Jim Patton or Bob Hodges or Larry

Stell or Darby Fulton or some other

"board head" in to speak to the con-

gregation. They told the people first-

hand about the work we were doing

together, they fellowshipped with our

people, and when they left we knew
more about the way in which we were

carrying out the missions of the

Church, and felt a closer relationship

with those most directly charged with

the responsibility.

Or Dr. Ben Lacy would tell our

congregation first-hand some of his

treasure-store of anecdotes and folksy

stories about Union Seminary. Harold

Dudley told us things about the work of

the Synod, and Charles Gibbs was a

store-house of information about the

work of the Presbytery. Dr. E. C. Scott,

Stated Clerk of the General Assembly,

was around often, rubbing shoulders

with "the grass roots" of the Church.

Remembering how the first-hand

acquaintance with these "states-

men"of our Church helped the local

congregation maintain some sense of

the totality of the work we are doing

together, we instituted here at Graves

Memorial Presbyterian Church in Clin-

ton a couple of years ago a plan to

bring the directors of the institutions

and programs and agencies to our

people.

Every time there is a 5th Sunday in

the calendar (which happens once
each quarter) we have such a person

visit our church. He or she speaks very

informally to all the adult classes of the

Church School assembled in the fel-

lowship hall at the Church School

hour. Often the visiting churchperson

brings audio-visuals of the work being

done by his/her particular arm of the

Church, and there is a question-and-

answer period during which our
people learn details about the work
which they never get otherwise.

Then, in the 11:00 o'clock service

of worship (we cancel our 8:30 service

on 5th Sunday only), the visiting

churchperson delivers the sermon.

Often it is in some way related to the

work being done by the particular area

of the Church's mission for which he or

she is responsible, but the emphasis is

always on making the service of wor-

ship just as meaningful as possible.

I am always on the "receiving end"

after the visitor has left, and it has been

emphatically impressed upon me that

our people appreciate these visits from

the servants of the Church and feel that

we have a little more "stake" in the

work we are doing together. Increased

benevolence monies have been forth-

coming. Sizable and very significant

gifts have been made to causes that

would never have received them
otherwise, because our people did not

have the challenging knowledge of

that particular cause or institution.

It is doing for us what the program

was designed to do: giving us a

broader and more in-depth knowledge

of how the Presbyterian Church is striv-

ing to carry out the commission given

us by our Lord. And when we know
more about it, we support it more
generously.

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"Taxes On My Mind"

Mary Westfield and a friend were
discussing business plans after dinner
recently when the subject turned to

personal financial planning.

"I've got taxes on my mind," Mary
told her friend. "Bill and I are con-

,

cerned about all the changes in the tax
laws which may affect our plans. It's

time to review our wills and I want to
know what to expect."

"There's no need to worry," her
friend said. "I have some information
about the Economic Recovery Tax Act
of 1981 I'll be happy to share with you.

> Although the law was passed in 1981, it

affects your financial plans at least

through 1987. And because the law has
reduced gift and estate taxes, you are
in a better position to distribute your
property as you choose. Now is an ex-
cellent time to meet with your attorney
to update your will."

When Mary got home, she read
more about the recent law's three main
provisions affecting estate planning:

1. The amount of money you
can leave tax-free to any one
you choose is gradually increas-

ing. This year, the limit is

$275,000 and by 1987, it will be
$600,000. This means that after

1987 most people will no longer
need to worry about federal es-

tate taxes.

The federal government
has greatly reduced its aid to
many agencies that provide
needed services. It is their hope
that individuals will return some

of their tax savings to nonprofit
institutions.

"Now is an excellent time to add a
bequest in my will for Barium Springs
Home for Children," Mary thought.
"I've been wanting to give more than I

do, but just can't afford it now. Through
my will, though, I can help families and
children served by Barium Springs for

years to come." She read on to learn

that:

2. You can now leave an un-
limited amount of money to
your spouse tax-free. This
sounds simple enough and
eliminates estate taxes at the
death of the first spouse.

But what about taxes at the
death of the second spouse? To
reduce these taxes, the first

spouse might want to leave a
portion of his or her estate in

trust to someone other than the
spouse, perhaps to children,

usually the amount that can be
left tax-free under the personal
exemption.

The income can still go to

the spouse for life, but at the
death of the second spouse, the
principal will pass tax-free out-

side his or her estate to the
named beneficiary.

3. Property may be left in

trust, with the income to the
spouse qualifying for the mari-

tal deduction; however, the
spouse does not have the right

to change the beneficiary of the

trust principal. This insures that

children, or whoever the tes-

tator (will-maker) wishes, will be
guaranteed the final ownership
of the property without the pos-
sibility of anyone interfering.

That was not possible until the
1981 law went into effect.

Mary stopped reading again and
thought: "With a trust, you can receive
tax benefits during your lifetime and
still take care of your husband or wife
who survives you. Bill and I may want to

consider setting up trusts in our will."

A few days later, Mary and her
husband made an appointment with
their attorney to review their wills in

light of the tax changes. They plan to

take advantage of Mary's new-found
knowledge about taxes to help them
accomplish the most they can through
their wills.

Send for additional information

Continues
Generous Support

Barium Springs Home for Chil-

dren has announced receipt of two

grants from The Duke Endowment to-

taling $64,093.20.

In making the announcement
W. Earle Frazier, Executive Director of

the Home, expressed appreciation to

The Endowment for its continuing

support of Barium Springs Home for

Children and child care in the two Car-

olinas.

A grant of $40,093.20 for the gen-

eral support of children in care is but

one of over forty annual grants to

agencies in North and South Carolina.

A special grant of $24,000 is desig-

nated to initiate a program of deferred

giving through estates, trusts, gift an-

nuities, etc.

In addition to the strong financial

support, Frazier pointed out other in-

valuable assistance given to child care

institutions. The Endowment has sub-

sidized the initiation and operation of

the North Carolina Child Care Associa-

tion (NCCCA) which gives child care

agencies a voice in legislative and reg-

ulatory actions and also provides staff

training events for member agencies.

Other training efforts for program, ad-

ministrative and development staff are

regularly promoted and supported by

the Charlotte based Endowment. In

addition, detailed statistics are made
available in such areas as salary scales,

days of care, costs of care and income.

As current President of NCCCA,
Frazier states that these activities have

resulted in greatly improved services to

North Carolina children and families.

These examples represent active

ways in which a positive atmosphere is

promoted. As necessary as these are

some of the "quieter" talents which
staff utilize—encouraging a child, lis-

tening, holding firm to limits, recogniz-

ing achievement, greeting warmly.

These, too, have been marks of the

Pre-Adolescent staff.

NEEDS OF CHILDREN AND FAMILIES

The Pre-Adolescent Center's iden-

tity has been most affected by the

needs of the children and families who
seek our services. As new children

enter the cottage and classroom, vary-

ing individual needs must be
addressed, and new group dynamics
must be contended with. When an
agency is beginning, each admission
represents a higher percentage of

change than in a larger program. In its

first year the Center has focused on
adapting its program to meet the
needs of specific children and families.

A year's experience has given a

reality-based understanding of serving

pre-adolescents with significant social,

emotional, learning, and behavioral

problems. "Significant" problems were
somewhat more profound than origi-

nally expected. Children referred to the

Center have shown varying degrees of

emotional instability, social immaturity,

learning disabilities, and maladaptive

behavior. All indications are that dif-

ficult referrals will continue and that a
high quality of special services will

need to be provided.

SENSE OF COMMUNITY
The move from being "no peo-

ple"—having nothing in common—to

being a community—bound by com-
mon values, loyalties, and goals— is an
ongoing journey. The Pre-Adolescent

Center set out to be a helping commu-
nity of children and adults. We are en-

couraged by our progress to date.

Children and adults work, play,

learn, and worship together. Within

their abilities, children are expected to

give help as well as receive it. Adults are

expected to accept help as well as offer

it. Groups are expected to help individ-

uals, and individuals learn to contrib-

ute to the group.

Mealtimes are a daily builder of fel-

lowship. All have an opportunity to

make brief, positive announcements.
Children take turns at leading the

blessing. Meals are served family style,

and efforts are made to keep the at-

mosphere positive.

Each Wednesday all staff and
children participate in the one-hour
Community Meeting. This meeting
seeks to improve the quality of life and
sense of community at the Center. Ses-

sions have included values clarifica-

tion, trust building exercises, use of ex-

ternal motivators to improve relation-

ships, role play, and discussions of the

Golden Rule and the Ten Command-
ments.

Celebration is a key element in

building positive self-esteem for indi-

viduals and providing joy for all. Cele-

bration often means being glad with

someone over a success, such as con-

quering a difficult math concept or

having a good weekend visit with fam-

ily. It is also affirming an individual on
his birthday, through a party, gifts, and
recognition. The Center has made a

special effort to highlight holidays; for

example, with blue grass music on the

Fourth of July and with a magic show
at Halloween.

A sense of community has been
built at the Pre-Adolescent Center by

people confronting difficult situations,

and being willing to give and to

forgive— in truth, sharing God's mercy
and learning to accept one another.

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We Teach and Learn Together

Eddie was a sixteen-year-old boy
who taught me a lot about child care

and about helping in general. As a

small child, Eddie and his siblings had
been abandoned and abused, taken

into custody by the Department of So-
cial Services, and shuffled for years

among foster homes, relatives, and in-

stitutions. When he entered my life, he
was a defiant, scared and confused
youngster who trusted no one and re-

sented any efforts to break through the

emotional barriers he had erected to

defend against other people and other

relationships which might hurt him
again.

When I entered his life, I was new
to the profession of child care, filled

with ideals, perhaps a bit self-

righteous, and certain that my love for

the children would be received easily

by them. Only after seemingly unend-
ing months did Eddie decide to let me
get close. Even then Eddie had more
difficulty believing I cared about him
nan he did saying he cared about me.

Caring about someone means you
lave a responsibility to them, but it also

neans you have a responsibility for

snowing yourself, for knowing what
/ou can really offer that person, and for

ibeing the person you tell them you will

)e. Eddie described it as "only making
promises he could keep and stuff like

lihat," but his experience made it hard

jor him to believe another person
vould do that. What I learned from
ddie was that to call myself a caring,

Boys from Caldwell Cottage in a serious (?) bull session.

helping person I had to focus inward

first and what struck me was how big a

task that is.

The dynamic, reciprocal nature of

learning and being taught, of helping

and being helped is very apparent to

anyone in the child care field. I'm sure

that the teenagers with whom we work
never know just how much we learn

from them. But learning and growing is

a lifelong activity. We see physical and
emotional growth in the child growing

up, and professionals look for it in

clients. It is equally important to seek

and celebrate the process in ourselves.

The importance of fulfilling our

own potential isjust asfirmlygrounded
in our Christian faith as our ministry to

others. Jesus teaches the parable of

the three servants and the talents each
were given. Those who were faithful

over their talents, who made the most
of them, were received with blessings

and rewarded. The one who did not

develop his talent, who buried it in the

earth, had it taken away.

Christ's call is always to fulfill our

possibilities and to "become mature

people, reaching to the very height of

Christ's full stature." (Ephesians 4:13).

The opportunities we have for growth,

for knowing ourselves and for becom-
ing the person we should be may differ

with the state of life or age we are, but

they always exist.

The person we become is espe-

cially crucial in child care, or perhaps

in any helping profession, because the

best "technique" that exists in the field

is the use of ourself as the major
facilitator of positive growth in clients.

Our professional obligation, as well as

our Christian obligation, is that we de-

velop the best self we can to use in this

way. When we first begin working with

a confused, angry, scared adolescent

who has poor ego controls within, we
have to be prepared to step in and take

over for their non-functioning self-

control. They need the security of

knowing they will be taken care of until

they are back in control. The essential

process, however, is that the youngster

establish controls within himself and
begin to broaden his repertoire of re-

sponses to problems. That repertoire

must include new and increasingly

more adaptive ways of handling things.

We as staff must insert ourselves

into this gradual and difficult process
of change, and the responsibility we

this group of "cute little rascals" which
the Adolescent Center seeks to serve.

This program is represented in our new
logo by the two figures in the upper
right quadrant.

We would be pleased to visit with

any group in your church to explain

both the program and the youth. After

all, they are terribly normal most of the

time ... or so it seems to me.

In recent months, I've spoken with

several friends of Barium Springs

Home for Children who want to con-

tinue helping the children here, but are

concerned, quite understandably,

about their own financial future.

A gift annuity agreement is one of

the most popular giving-for-income

plans.

Often the tax benefits are even greater

if the stocks have appreciated in value.

If you give a low-yield stock, you will

probably receive a higher rate of pay-

ment with a gift annuity.

Q. Is the gift annuity a part of your
estate?

A. No. The gift part goes directly to

Barium Springs, thus avoiding estate

taxes and probate costs.

are taking on for that youngster's life is

very great. This is also where what we
offer that youngster of ourselves is crit-

ical, and every strength of our per-

sonality may be needed by him.

Change is most likely to take place for

any person when they feel secure, not

when emotions like anxiety, anger, and
confusion are most prominent. Old

behaviors will ultimately be aban-
doned only when something better is

learned to replace it. The youngster

who is used to getting the teacher's at-

tention by yelling in class will only stop

that when he becomes sure that rais-

ing his hand will also result in atten-

tion.

The process takes place within a

context, too; the context is the nature

of the relationship between the
youngster and the helper. The more
that respect, understanding and caring

characterize that relationship, the bet-

ter are the chances for real help. If the

relationship is cold, rejecting, or insult-

ing, it is unlikely that the helper can

become a positive force.

In reality, this relationship and the

interactions within it are an exchange,
and both emerge changed. Ideally,

both experience positive growth; the

youngster by taking help or strength

from a person he believes in, and the

staff by having given of himself and
been open to what each interaction

can help him become. The oppor-

tunities for development of self are

numerous in this business of residen-

tial child care. We undoubtedly learn

more about ourselves than we are con-

sciously aware of, and even those

things we could acknowledge are too

numerous to discuss completely. How-
ever, many very "special" opportunities

for us to accept our responsibility are

created in our interactions with

youngsters.

We try to teach youngsters the im-

portance of honesty. No where can we
learn more about our responsibility to

know ourselves. When a youngster has

experienced a world which has been
unfaithful, he learns to expect it. He
also learns to sense it, and often we as

"He did it!" Adolescents
taking it easy.

staff members find that youngsters
here perceive our motives, our feel-

ings, our strengths and our weak-
nesses with disconcerting accuracy. If

there is inconsistency between what
we offer to them, and what we are cap-

able of, if we are not real, we will only

confirm their view of the world as a

hostile place. Instead we must be hon-

est and real enough to help change
their view.

We try to teach youngsters cour-

age. No where do we learn more about

our own fears and the courage with

which we face them. Courage is not

the absence of fears, it is the ability to

face them. If we cannot admit that we
too have fears, a youngster cannot be-

lieve that we have the strength to help

him face his own.

We try to teach youngsters to take

risks, to expand their experiences, to

try new things. No where do we learn

more about taking risks than the ones

we take by investing ourselves in

youngsters who may not respond.

Another staff member once read to me
a journal entry they made just after a

youngster ran away. It talked about
how hard it would be to invest oneself

again in a relationship when you knew
it could end "just like that". If that is

true, and it is, how much harder must it

be for a youngster who isn't very sure

of himself anyway. If we can't take that

risk first, and then over and over again,

we can't be of help.

We try to teach youngsters to be

mature, responsible individuals. In turn

we learn from them that "mature and
grownup" doesn't mean losing our

creative spirit, losing our joy in life, los-

ing our interest in learning. If it does,

they say to us, they don't want to grow
up.

We try to teach youngsters respect

for themselves and others. No where
do we learn more about whether we
really respect another person than in

helping him make choices about his

own life. We learn to distinguish be-

tween doing something for a person

and believing he is capable of doing

things for himself. Kindness and sym-

pathy and pity can be misplaced and
humiliating, and the youngster who

rightly challenging whether we believe

he is as capable as we say he is.

Change for us, just as for a

youngster, may not be painless. But

accepting change results in growth;

continuing to grow develops strength.

I read a story once, about two

women who spoke different languages

but became good friends and de-

veloped a sense of communication de-

spite the language barrier. Always

upon departing, one woman spoke the

same phrase in her native tongue. After

a long time, her friend recorded the

phrase and had it translated. The com-
pliment which the other woman always

gave her was "I will return, for I like

myself when I am with you." That must

be one of the best compliments that

could be given.

For us to enable another person to

like himself better because of the kind

of person we are must be one of the

best ways of giving help. What we do

and say to another says as much about

us as it does about the client. The chal-

lenge of that should be a source of re-

newal and increased effectiveness

rather than a burden.

Program Philosophy
The Adolescent Center seeks to meet the special needs of trou-

bled teenagers and their families. Residential group care is provided

for teenagers who are experiencing more than usual difficulty in their

home, community, and school. Counseling, planning and support

services are provided for the families of teenagers in residence. In

each case individual planning is done with each family to accomplish

the following goals:

• Stabilize the youngster's and family's situation as quickly as

possible to make sound planning possible.

• Enhance the development of trusting relationships between

staff team members and families, and develop meaningful

relationships between the youngsters and both peers and

adults.

• Offer help to the family and youngsters in clarifying basic

problems and developing strategies for resolving and/or

coping with these problems.

Family and/or legal custodian involvement is particularly impor-

tant. The direction taken may be toward reuniting the family or to-

ward defining whatever options will best meet the youngster's and

family's defined needs.

Program Structure
Services to youngsters and to their families are provided in each

cottage by a team of skilled staff. Each team consists of one social

worker, two child care workers, and one teacher. Team members
share responsibility for child care programs and family service plans,

and operation of the cottage within agency guidelines. The campus
operates on a year-round, full time basis except that children observe

major holidays and a two-week summer vacation in their homes away
from campus. Additional weekend visits are planned individually.

The Adolescent Center expects families having custody of children

to share in the cost of services according to their ability to pay. Fees

are individually negotiated on this basis, and can be adjusted in the

event of unusual circumstances.

All youngsters attend the licensed, private school on campus
where instruction is geared to the performance level of the individ-

ual. Experiencing success in school helps youngsters who are be-

hind make significant academic gains and realize their academic
potential. Recreational opportunities are available on campus and

through community resources. Special group projects and activities

are encouraged. Each cottage group also receives a weekly work

assignment.
Opportunities for worship and Christian Education are also a

regular part of the cottage program. Cottage groups usually attend

church together on Sunday mornings, but individual religious pref-

erences will be accommodated.
Each element of the campus and cottage program is designed to

serve the broader purpose of educating and preparing individuals to

live satisfying and productive lives. The group model of care em-
phasizes that relationships within the peer group and with adults can

promote stability and facilitate achievement of goals.

The Goals
The Pre-Adolescent Center is a joint program with Alexander

Children's Center in Charlotte, another Presbyterian agency. Resi-

dential services are offered for up to 24 children, ages 10 to 13, with

significant social, emotional, learning, and behavioral problems.

Through residential care the Center offers families support by provid-

ing atime-out from stress, help in identifying and reaching goals, and

an opportunity to make decisions about permanence for the child.

We seek to help each child:

• Develop and maintain family identity to the degree possible.

• Develop a sense of belonging and security.

• Increase faith, confidence, and trust in self, in others, and in

God.
• Improve competence in self-care, social, academic, work,

and recreation skills.

• Prepare for adolescence and the changes it will bring.

• Increase strengths and better manage problems in order to

move to a more normal setting.

The Program
Upon acceptance to the Pre-Adolescent Center, each family and

the Center's staff develop a written plan of care. This plan establishes

goals and defines responsibilities, serving as a type of "road map"
for the placement. The Center's program is the context in which

children, families, and staff implement these plans.

The Pre-Adolescent Center strives to be a helping community, in

which children and adults work, play, and worship together, learning

from one another. Each child lives in one of three cottages, with a

maximum of eight in a group. Two skilled cottage counselors provide

daily nurture, care and guidance. Regular routines help to communi-

cate reasonable expectations and to provide stability. At group meet-

ings children plan activities, discuss values, and work through prob-

lems with staff guidance.

A student initially attends the campus school which is state-

approved for grades four through eight. Teachers, certified in special

education, have no more than eight students. Each student's course

of instruction is planned and implemented individually, and progress

is reviewed regularly. Public school is considered for children show-

ing the potential to succeed there.

A trained social worker provides each child with regular therapy

sessions to help him resolve personal and family issues. The social

worker also has regular conferences with the parents to review prog-

ress of the placement and to provide counseling. Psychological and

psychiatric services are provided through Alexander Children's

Center.

Activities stress personal and social growth. Through work as-

signments, children take care of the cottage and grounds, and learn

useful skills and safety with tools. Work varies from helping the cook

to mowing grass, from washing the van to planting flowers. On cam-

pus we have a large playground, a gym, a swimming pool, and acres

of woodland. In nearby Statesville we take part in YMCA, 4-H, and

scouting activities. In addition to attending Sunday worship, reli-

gious faith is discussed in the cottage and at school.

Parents and custodians arrange home visits one weekend per

month and for periods when the campus is closed. Parents having

custody of children are expected to share in the cost of the service to

the best of their ability.

The Presbyterian Personal and Family Life Center is now in its

fifth year of providing the following services:

Group Counseling and Education
Consultation and Pastoral Care for Churches and Pastors

In 1979 the Center provided some 407 hours of counseling, edu-

ation, and consultation throughout the Wilmington Presbytery

irea. By 1980 that service had doubled to 881 hours and had ex-

eeded 2,000 by 1981. Indications are that in 1983, more than 2,500

lours of service will be provided for persons in need.

Although the number of persons being served has risen greatly,

he costs of providing services has only risen moderately. Signifi-

antly, the persons receiving service (both counseling and educa-
ion) have shown exceptional responsibility by assuming more than

2% of the costs for service. The remainder of costs are met by

PROGRAM

Philosophy and Goals
The philosophy of the Family and Child Development Center is

that all children have certain needs, and can benefit from a com-
prehensive developmental program to meet these needs. Our goals

are:

• Encourage self-confidence, spontaneity, curiosity, and self-

discipline which will assist in the development of the child's

social and emotional health.

• Enhance the child's mental processes and skills with particu-

lar attention to conceptual and verbal skills.

• Establish patterns and expectations of success for the child,

which will create a climate of confidence for his present and
future learning efforts and overall development.

• Encourage good health habits and development of physical

abilities.

• Endeavor to increase the ability of the child and his family to

relate to each other in a loving and supporting manner.
• Enhance a sense of dignity and self-worth within the child and

his family.

Program Structure
Each weekday 104 children (infants, two-year olds, three-year

olds, four-year olds, and school-age children) engage in a variety of

activities to enrich their world. The center is presently operating at

capacity enrollment with a waiting list.

The program is designed to meet the interests and needs of the

children. Activities promote interaction with others but also leave the

child free to play alone and develop special skills and interests. Time
is spent outdoors and in the gym to develop physical skills. Field trips

are planned to enhance the child's knowledge of his world.

In addition to serving children in the Troutman-Statesville-

Mooresville area, the center serves as a model for day care workers to

come and observe and take part in workshops, and training provided

by the center.

The Day Care Program receives support from the parents of the

children, the Iredell County Department of Social Services, the North

Carolina Department of Human Resources, the North Carolina Food
Services Program, and from Barium Springs Home for Children.*

Parent participation and education is also an important part of

the Day Care Program. Monthly meetings and workshops are sched-

uled. Parents are encouraged to visit the Center and watch their child

on the closed circuit television system.

"Private family fees are: $35 per week for children under 3; $30 per

week for children over 3; $15 per week for school age children.

3. To educate parents as to the nature of their child's problem am
methods of appropriate developmental stimulation.

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REFLECTIONS ON THE FIRST YEAR

The Christmas season is usually

such a busy time that we often ap-

proach the New Year feeling both joy-

ous and tired. Before this holiday sea-

son ends, I have taken some time to

reflect upon the year past, to under-

stand what has been accomplished
and to think about what lies ahead.
On September 1, 1982, I joined the

staff of Barium Springs as the Campus
Administrator. This was a time to return

to North Carolina, to resume personal

and professional friendships, and to

become a part of the Barium commu-
nity under Earle Frazier's leadership. I

approached the first year in this new
position with much anticipation and
with some anxiety. There was no pred-

ecessor, no one's "shoes to fill." On the

other hand, the success of a new posi-

tion is closely connected to the first

person who fills the job. With this in

mind, I share these reflections on the

first year.

I have appreciated the resources of

this agency and my work has been
greatly supported and enhanced by
them. Among those resources, I count
the people with whom I work, the dedi-

cated and creative staff throughout the

campus. They have been a source of

inspiration and challenge to me. We
have learned that our differences can
be appreciated and that what we have

in common is prevailing. Ralph Waldo
Emerson is credited with the remark

that "God evidently does not intend us

all to be rich, or powerful or great, but

He does intend us all to be friends." The
support of the Board of Regents and of

the Church enables us to have
adequate resources in our programs
and to provide quality service and care

to families and children. The campus
itself is a rich resource to house and
care for children in a variety of ways.

I have enjoyed becoming a part of the

long tradition of Barium Springs. This

has been a special opportunity for me
to be connected to a rich past, a vital

present and, though undefined, a future

of responsive mission. Our programs
have changed, are changing and will,

no doubt, continue to change as we
learn each year how to better offer our

service.

The variety of this experience keeps

me perpetually challenged and, on
many days, very tired—but, in a satis-

fied way. The three campus programs
and the maintenance operation are

four distinct parts of my work and of

my attention. I spend time at the Day
Care Center and watch the delight on
young faces as little fingers, dipped in

mud, make prints on a page. I see the

progress of children with special needs
and listen to the staff plan for a meeting

with parents. I share the excitement of

the Pre-Adolescent Center staff as the

third and final cottage opens. I feel re-

lieved when the staff has worked hard

to assist a family get help for their child

who needed a few weeks in a Chapel
Hill hospital. I am proud that we are

Sharing Through a Will

Christmas is the season when we
celebrate the greatest Gift of all by giv-

ing personal expressions of our affec-

tion to friends and loved ones. For

many of us, the Christmas season is

also a time when we look beyond our-

selves to the needs of others, by mak-
ing a special effort to support worthy
causes and institutions, such as
Barium Springs Home for Children.

What we are really doing when we
make gifts in such a spirit \ssharing. We
give because we want to share our
blessings with others. One of the best

ways in which we can share is by having

a properly-prepared will. A "will" is sim-

ply a document which specifies exactly

how we want our possessions

—

personal property, real estate, se-

curities, cash, etc.—distributed at the

time of our death. Having a will gives us

the right to distribute possessions
(called our "estate") as we choose, to

the persons and/or worthy causes we
select.

For example, Mike and Ann have
been married for ten years and are the

parents of two young children. Be-

cause they want to provide for their

children and each other in the best way
possible, Mike and Ann have separate

wills. Their wills describe in identical

terms such things as naming a guard-

ian for their minor children and the

disposition of their jointly-owned pos-

sessions, such as their house and lot.

Mike's will specifies that his au-

tomobile and any securities which may
be in a small investment account, both

of which are in his name alone, are to

be left to Ann in the event of his death.

Ann has similar property which she
wills to Mike. This type of will is called a

"reciprocal" will, and is one example of

the ways in which wills can be tailored

to meet the particular wishes and
needs of individuals and their loved

ones.

Your will allows you to share in other

ways, too. Your gift of a portion of your

estate to Barium Springs Home for

Children will help us meet our future

needs. Such a gift, called a "bequest",

can be made in several ways: (1) A per-

centage of your total estate, (2) a fixed

amount, and (3) the "residue" of your

estate. The latter simply means that

after you have attended to the needs of

your loved ones and friends, the "rest

and residue" of your estate is given to

the cause or institution which you
select.

Bequests can take a number of other

forms, and decisions regarding which
is best for you should be made only

after talking with your attorney. If you
would like further information regard-

ing planning your will, send for the

complimentary booklet, "How To Pro-

tect Your Rights With A Will," we are

offering.

involved in a joint venture with
Alexander Children's Center. I antici-

pate with excitement the opening of

the Preparation for Adult Living cot-

tage at the Adolescent Center. I com-
mend the staff for meeting with a par-

ent who is in prison and for many other

helping activities in which they are in-

volved on their own time. I see and ap-

preciate the efforts of the maintenance
staff who never rest and who always

greet their work with good spirits.

These experiences may seem differ-

ent but they have a common bond. We
share a common belief that families

and children can change and that our

efforts have meaning. We may work on
different parts of the campus and our

methods may vary but we are learning

from each other. The end result of what
we do seems more similar. And, we had
two occasions last year—at Christmas

and in August—when all the staff came
together for a time of meeting, of eat-

ing, and of learning about what we do
in the different areas of the campus.
We have also had some times of train-

ing together and have used each other

as resources.

One day a call came to the agency
with the request to talk to someone "in

charge." When questioned, the caller

wanted to speak to the someone "in

charge" of the gym! I have learned to

appreciate this part of campus
administration—the coordination of

facilities used by Church and civic

groups, after first scheduling the cam-
pus programs. How nice to thank the

group of young teenagers whose
Church league had used the gymna-
sium for a basketball tournament.
These young people has proudly col-

lected $64.92 and, each one of the

twenty five young people had signed

the Thank You card. There are frequent

calls for information about the agency
and requests for advice about what the

children may need as a special dona-

tion or project from a Church group.

What a delight to meet people in the

churches and local communities.

I have been grateful for the commit-

ment Barium Springs has to the pro-

fessional community and to the de-

velopment of the staff. I have been
proud to represent this agency as we
meet with others from private and pub-

lic agencies in community efforts. I

have been mindful of the support and
resources that give staff the opportu-

nity for training and development ex-

periences. As we grow and expand our

skills, we increase our ability to help

families and children do the same.
