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THE ARISEN CHRIST.

(This Jesus did God raise up, and where-

of we all are witnesses. Golden text

for Sunday, April 7, Easter.)

The most Significant fact of history, and

the most singular and unique, is the res-

urrection of our Lord and Savior, Jesus

Christ. The most significant, for by this

act He gave divine approval to all that

He had done and said prior to the cru-

cifixion; the most singular because it de-

monstrated, the power of the body over

death ; the most unique, because it stands

alone in history, with no other instance,

with no parallel. There is nothing in all

history to compare with the resurrection.

There are instances in which pophet,

priest, man of God and Christ Himself

interposed and by divine power raised

some from the death. But this of Christ's

coming from the dead is the only instance

in literature where one demonstrated that

He had in Him a power which enabled

Him to rise from the dead. None rolled

away the stone for Christ, or lingered

and! tarried and prayed and touched His

hand to raise Him from the dead. He

was the resurrection and the life; is the

resurrection and the life, and so needs

no one to take Him by the hand and lift

Him up. He had, in Him a power migh-

tier than death or hell or the grave; for

death, hell and the grave did all they

eould in their grim ravages to wreck' and

ruin and destroy Him, but they all failed.

Even hell got hold on Him, but its grasp

was not strong enough, and its hold was

not tight enough. The sting of death

is severe, and the darkness of the grave

is deep and, desperate; but none of these

things could reach, much less wreck or

ruin or even impair this Life.

On this fact the early church was found-

ed. This one thought was the great theme

of early apostle discourses. This is the

topic about which St. Luke wrote the

A'ets of the Apostles. In this one Book

—

the Acts—the Resurrection is declared

no less than nineteen times, and there is

not a great address, a great contention,

a great event recorded in this book—the

Acts—but that the Resurrection is the

central thought and theme of it. The

Acts of the Apostles hangs on this one

pivot : the early disciples preached this

one great theme—Jesus the Christ is ari-

sen from the dead. No wonder we cele-

brate the resurrection more than we cele-

brate any other event. More depends

upon it. For if there be no resurrection

from the dead we are of all men most

miserable. If there is no life beyond the

grave this life cannot be explained and

is not worth while.

We celebrate the resurrection not only

at Easter, but every Sunday. The day

on which Christ arose from the dead, is

more important and sacred and holy than

that on which God rested when He had

finished the creation. This for the reason

that is is more important that we be saved

and so live forever with Christ than that

we should ever have been created at all.

Redemption is more important than crea-

tion; resurrection is more significant than

birth or death or any other event. For

in the resurrection is our hope. Christ

waded down through the dark valley and

returned with a more glorious form, fea-

ture, and body. And they who believe in

Him shall do likewise. The arm of death

is too short, the hand of death too weak,

the confines of the grave too narrow to

reach, grasp and hold those who trust in

Jesus Christ. For as surely as He arose,

victorious and triumphant over every foe,

we~too who trust in Him shall rise, shall

conquer, shall come out victorious over

every foe that would hurt, harm or in-

jure us, even that bitterest foe, Death.

In the resurrection of Jesus the Christ

the world finds its brightest gleams of

gladness and of joy.

WORSHIP.
Men and women cannot worship God

unless there is reverence in their souls

for God. There must first be the rever-

ential frame of mind before the soul can

truly and devoutly worship. This was
the object of the sacrifice, and the work
of the priest, in the tabernacle of an-

cient times, to fix the mind on God, and
lift the thoughts from the creature to

the Creaor. This is why there was a

tabernacle, a tent of meeting; that men
and women might come together and give

their united mind and thought to thing's

above. There had to be reverence before

there could be worship.

Now this is the blessing and the bene-

fit of church-going. With songs, public

prayers, the sermon and the salient sur-

roundings it becomes easy, or should do
so, for the mind1 to be lifted up, fixed

and fastened on things and thoughts

above. When the mind is thus fixed rev-

erence ensues. No man can think much
or long on God and His goodness, on

Heaven and, its glory, withdut becoming
reverential, without being filled and
thrilled with a sense of awe and helpless-

ness and dependence and deep desire. Ev-
erything possible should be done at

church to beget in the minds of all pres-

ent, first of all, the mental mood of rev-

erence.

This is why whispering in church, all

unnecessary noises and disturbances, are

so much out of place and so offensive and

obtrusive. Such attracts the attention and

rivets the mind of hearers when in reali-

ty that mind would otherwise go up and

out to God and, glory and to holy things.

The blessing and the benefit of going td

church is to get the mind in reverential

frame.

But worship is deeper and holier than

reverence. \\ ith the mind we become rev-

erential. With the heart we worship. If

we could beceine reverential in mind as

readily and as completely and as often

elsewhere as at church then we might ab-

stain from church going and worship at

that other place, or places. But it is

easier and quicker and better to get into

a reverential frame of mind at church

than elsewhere. Hence the need of

church going.

But this we shall never lose sight of.

The object and aim of all church going,

of all reverence, of all devotion, of all

sacrifice, of all preaching, and prayer is

to worship. This is man's highest priv-

ilege, holiest attainment, noblest achieve-

ment in this world'—the true and genuine

worship of Jehovah our God. Man can't

go any higher than this in this world.

Whatever brings him to this is his highest

benefit and noblest blessing. Worship

—

there is heaven in the word, there is glory

in it, there is the holy embrace of man
and his God in it. Worship, how sweet

indeed the joy, how glorious indeed the

privilege, how holy indeed the word and

the deed. It may be in church, at home,

beside the still waters, beneath the open,

high on the mountains or out on the sea.

But worship, true worship, is the most

glorious and exalted privilege of man.

The Deadly Cigarette.

We wish every Judge in North Caroli-

na, and elsewhere as for that matter, had

the conviction about the cigarette thai

Judge James L. Webb, of our District

Court has, and then would not cavil at

making those convictions, but speak them

out in the open as did Judge Webb to

the Grand Jury at Raleigh last week. The

Judge went straight to the mark in words

to this effect

:

"This is a fast age and men often don't

take time to raise their children. They

want to make money and get rich quick.

They will take cognizance of the death

of a pig or the loss of a chicken. ,

"All this time somebody is selling the

boys something. It is not liquor as a rule,

for boys of the ages from eight to ten or

twelve do not drink. But the boys are

smoking by stealth, running behind the

house where they can't be seen. You see

them every day and night pulling away at

the cigarette. I don't know what it is

that is harmful about them, hut t he sci-

entists do. It would make yo;ir heart

bleed if you went over this State as I

have done and saw the boys killing them-

selves smoking cigarettes. It is killing

hundreds and thousands of them in North

Carolina. I have seen four or live of th*5

finest young fellows that I have ever

known, die from this cause.

"And it is not only killing the bovs,

but it hurts young men. I have mad''

up my mind that if I ever get a man >> >, >

sells cigarettes to boys, he will get such

punishment as will keep him from sell-

ing any more soon. I think when we see

a boy smoking, it is the duty of every good

citizen in North Carolina to put his arm
around that boy and beg him to quit."

Judge Webb is right. The deadly cig-

arette is carrying thousands to their

graves before their day.

Men and Money.

According to the esteemed Charlotte

Observer, and the Waterbury, Conn.,

American, the time has come when, if

money is not more than the man, it cer-

tainly makes the man, in politics. These

papers both cite the case of ex-Govern-

or Aycock who offers for the United
States Senate, and who though exceeding-

ly powerful and popular when he left

executive office two terms as'O, is now
at best no better than third in the r;r^

for the Senate. Certainly something is

the matter. We haven't a man in this

commonwealth, all will admit, who is more
eloquent in public address, more power-
ful and persuasive in political assemblies,

and who has a finer record as a public

servant, when he was in office. Yet the

(. i vernor of the State, seem hardly to

reckon with Aycock 's candidacy. Now
the papers above cited claim that this is

all due to the fact that Aycock is not

in control of any of the political ma-

chinery, and what is needed now. to quote,

"is money to finance the enterprise for

him. Let the hat be passed around an 1

"Modest worth no longer counts,'' con-

tinues the American, "The most effective

thing a man can do, who is not a poli-

tician, but has worthy ambitions, is to

employ a man who knows how to present

his case and interest the workers in his

cause."

The Price of Funeral Sermons.

It is all right for the family to pay
the preacher when at personal inconven-

ience, expense and labor, he has been

called upon to preach the funeral of some
deceased member. But just what the price

shall be seems now a matter of specula-

tion and jurisprudence. According to the

papers, a Catholic priest, Rev. F. A. Beck-
er, is suing a widow in his parish for

$25.00 and interest for preaching the fun-

eral sermon of her late lamented husband.

The preacher in the case contends that

his sermon was well worth amount named,
and thinks his charges reasonable and
low enough. The widow dissents. She
contends that the preacher criticised her

husband for non-attendance at church

which criticism detracted from the funer-

al sermon at least $15.00 and that she

offered the priest the remaining $10.00,

which he refused, said priest declaring

that the criticism of the dead man in

no wise detracted from the sermon. We
shall watch the outcome of this suit with

eager interest with distinct sympathy for

the widow in the case. Meanwhile we

advise preachers not to criticise the dead

if they are counting on large burial fees.

Brethren, we are living in a queer world.

THE BIELE IN THE HOME.
The Bible in the home means much

for the young who grow up therein. It

is not precept that counts so much as

example; and however far any may wan-

der even from such a home, they can

ne.er doubt that religion can be real,

or that God has spoken to men in words

they can hear and understand. It is

from such homes that the Bible goes out

to serve in other homes and other lands

—

in the sailor's box, the servant girl's

trunk, the emigrant 's baggage. It cheers

the mother's heart to know that although

her son is far away, he nevertheless

draws near to God in His Word; and

that space vanishes as the sundered ones

meet around the throne. And who can

tell how* many have been kept from evil

amid new surroundings and strange tem-

tations, by the habit of daily reading

some portion of God's Word.

It is told of a mother of a family

whose husband was an unbeliever, who

jeered at religion even before his chil-

dren, that she nevertheless succeeded in

bringing them all up in the fear of the

Lord. When asked how she managed

this she said—"Because to the authority

of a father I did not oppose the authori-

ty of a mother, but that of God. From
their earliest years my children have al-

ways seen the Bible on my table. This

Holy Book has constituted the whole of

their religious instruction. I was silent,

that I might allow it to speak. Did

they propose a question, did they commit

any fault, did they perform any good ac-

tion—I opened the Bible, answered,

reproved, or encouraged them. The con-

stant reading of the Scriptures alone

has brought the prodigy which surprises

you.

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"ALIVE UNTO GOD."

Rev. J. H. Jowetfc, M. A., D. D.

(An Easter Sermon.)

"Reckon ye also yourselves to be dead

unto sin, but ali\e unto God in Christ

Jesus." Rom. vi. II, R. V.

Surely this text unfolds to us the true

significance of Easter-tide. The word is

addressed to Christian believers, the he-

Levers in the Lord of the Eastern morn-

ing, who ha 1 emerged triumphantly from

the grave. The letter is written to "all

that are in Rome," living in that proud,

materialized, petrified world; dwelling in

that home of carnal power, carnal pomp,

and carnal lust, moving amid wealth,

and gaiety, and luxury, and cruelty, and

death. This little church is set in the

midst of that vicious city. And the ma-

jority of the members of the little church

are probably slaves! Imagine New York

d nuded of every Chistian sanctuary; the

name of Jesus unknown; the name scarce-

ly registered in the criminal roll of the

empire. And imagine that same New

York drunk with lust of power, and rot-

ting in luxury, enfeebled and broken by

the pride and re\el of the garish day.

And further, imagine in New York a lit-

tle handful of believers, many of them

the poorest laborers, the drudges of the

metropolis, meeting together as the dis-

ciples of One Who has just met His death

upon the gallows. There you have it

!

"To all that are in Rome." To such

as these were the words addressed. The

letter taught how, in that seething, im-

moral, noisome city, it was possible to

live a Chrstian life.

'

' Reckon ye. . . . yourselves First

of all, they were enjoined to regard them-

selves in a certain way. It is a very vi-

tal matter how we "reckon ourselves up."

Our private thought about oursehes lias

very far-reai hing issues. What am I?

H'ow do I reckon myself? That is a very

crucial test. In my secret mind how do

I regard myself'/ As what? As a muck-

rake? As a gourmand? As a sponge?

As an animal? As a mere worm? Or

as a man? It is not altogether a matter

of indifference how other people reckon

me up, but it is of infinitely greater mo-

ment how I reckon myself. And all this

is as true of professed believers in Christ

as it is of the man of the world. How
>ab Christians reckon themselves up?

When they stand before themselves and

soberly salute themselves, what are they

saluting? What is their highest thought

about themselves? All this is very in-

fluential, because it is a law in life that

o r character never rises higher than our

thought. "As a man thinketh in his

heart, so is he.'' The thought that I make

of myself is the thought that makes me,

and therefore it is a good thing, nay, an

imperative thing, to give consideration to

our reckonngs. How -til en d:>es the Apos-

tle counsel us to reckon ?

"Reckon ye .... yourselves to be ....

alive unto God. '

' Make that the begin-

ning of all your thinking. Make it one

of your basal assumptions. And how

much that means ! Let us get the trend

and rigor of the phrase. If we say that

a man is alive unto money, we mean that

he has a keen eye for opportunity; that

he scents the distant markets; that he

is alive and active while others sleep.

If we say that a man is alive unto beau-

ty we mean that the glory of the world

haunts him like a passion. John Ruskin

would pause to contemplate the cur\e

of the mud in tiie rutty road. These il-

lustrations will help us to apprehend the

strength of the Apostle's phrase. We
are to be "alive unto God." W7

e are to

assume that we have possibilities in thav

direction, sensitiveness toward the holi-

est, correspondence with the highest. W^e

are to reckon that we are akin unto God.

It may be that we are only infantile but

we are alive and akin. A little babe, how-

ever imperceptive, is alive to its mother,

and is one with the mother in common
nature and in the possibility of wondrous

correspondence.

Now, to be "alive unto God" implies

certain things.

1. First of all, it implies the posses-

sion of royal blood. We are kinsmen of

the eternal God. Let a Christian affirm

this to himself; let him affirm it every day.

"Nerve thyself with affirmatives." When
we see a flower let us confidently say,

"My Father's work." When we see a

s nset, let us make the same inspiring

declaration. When we mark the growing

drift of the generation, let us say, "My
Father worketlh hitherto." Let us make
this a more frequent and outspoken note

in our lives. We are of royal blood, and

this is all our Father's work. We are

princes and princesses in a royal house.

2. And, in the second place, it implies

the rossession of a royal franchise, "the

glorious liberty of the children of God."
V e are not limited in our movements
I ke visitors to Windsor Castle. We have

the freedom of sons of the house. The

Apostle Paul gloried in this freedom, and

we know what it meant to him. It meant
the substitution of great principles for

trifling rules. It meant the domination

of the spirit instead of the letter-. It

meant the sovereignty of grace rather

than of works. It meant the atmosphere

of lo\e instead of fear. Some time ago I

saw a number of convicts tilling a field

on Dartmoor. A little distance away I

saw a farmer's sons at work in their

father's field. The contrast was most

striking. One set toiled in servitude, the

other with the liberty of children. "If

the Son therefore shall make you free, ye

shall be free indeed.
'

'

3. And, thirdly, it implies royal inher-

itance. There are "such things to be!"

Our inheritance reaches out into incon-

ceivable fields. There will be a boundless

enrichment of affection. There will be ev-

er more glorious revelation of truth.

There will be deepening appriciation of

beauty. There will be enlargement of

communion with my fellowmen. All this

lies before me if I am "alive unto God."

"Reckon ye .... youiselves to be ....

ali e|" Assume yourselves to be proud

of royal blood, endowed with royal fran-

chise, and destined, t a glorious inheri-

tance.

"And reckon ye .... yourseLes to be

.... dead unto sin.
'

' Here is another

part of our reckoning. Let us again see

the force of the phrase. Here is a man
of proud, aristocratic air, stalking through

a company of yokels on the village green.

He moves as though he were dead to men
and they were dead to him. It is not a

pleasant illustration, but it conveys a sug-

gestion that may help out our purpose

here. Christians are to move through the

world of sin as though they had no rela-

tionship to it. If that world of sin rings

up their souls, they are to be as though

t'hey were dead. Do not answer. Assume
it to be a realm of barrenness and dead-

liness with which you have no connection.

Reckon that! Think that! Say that!

Soy it to yourself! Say, "I have no con-

nection with that world; I am dead unto

it.
'

' And the more we assume ourselves

"alive unto God,'' the more we shall in-

deed be "dead unto sin." Life towards

the one necessitates death towards the

other.

There is an old legend of a subject con-

sulting his monarch as to how he might

escape the enticements of the world, and

become dead unto them. The monarch or-

dered him to fill a goblet with wine, and

to all it to the brim. He was then order-

ed to carry the goblet through the streets

of the city. An executioner was appoint-_

ed to attend him, with orders to remove

his head if he spilled a single drop. He
carried the goblet in safety. Nothing

v\as spilt on the ground. "WT

hat did you

s e by the way?" asked the king when

he came back. "Did you see the jugglers

end gamblers in the market place?" The

man replied that he had noticed none of

them. His mind had been so absorbed

in the immediate task that na thought

trailed away to surrounding distraction.

"So,'' said the monarch, "learn thy les-

son. Become absorbed in God, and thou
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s' alt be dead to the enticements of the

world.—Record of Christian Work.

But after his burial he found himself

in torment, and in vain sued for relief

from those whom he had neglected in

this world. He even asked to have the

beggar sent to his brethren, to save his

fam'ly from his own dreadful fate.

How soon a man's fortune may be

!

There is no encouragement given in

the Bible to put off salvation. Only in-

fidels, saloon-keepers, burglars, self-seek-

ers, egotists, and their like encourage

the young to postpone repentance till

tttet death.

How anxious a wicked man may be

f r his family to be saved! but what a

fool he is to imagine that some other

plan than the one provided by God will

reach the hearts of the impenitent!

The fool is forever planning some bet-

ler way for God to run his Government;

and he often d:es in his folly.

"How
many fish did you catch?" asked Willie.

Oscar replied: "If to the number of the

bjoks of the Old Testament you add the

n.unber of the books of the New Testa-

ment : multiply that by the number of the

apostles that were present at the trans-

fi juration : divide by the number of books

Luke wrote; subtract the number of times

that the Israelites marched around Jeri-

cho ; multiply by the number of pieces of

silver Judas received for betraying Christ;

divide by the number of spies sent by

Moses into Canaan ; add the number of

letters of the city in which a man climb-

ed up a tree to see Christ ; divide by the

number of ap istles that were called the

sons of thunder, the answer will be the

number of fish caught."

I suppose that this sort of arithmetic-

would be interesting to two distinguished

doctors of divinity in the Christian church,

whom I shall expect to tell me the an-

swer the next time I see them. I hope
they v\ill catch as many fish as Oscar the

next time they visit lake Kilby or the

Nansemond or J. Beale Johnson's fish-

pond.

"Largely because of the intelli-

gent cooperation of the press, has the

anti-tuberculosis movement in this coun-

try been able to become, as it is, the

greatest organized movement of its kind

in the world. When tuberculosis shall

rave become a rare disease, the Ameri-

can press may justly claim a large share

in this gigantic achievement."

INDIVIDUAL WORK.

It appears to be true that there is too

much of generalizing in Christian work.

There may be a good deal of breadth in

efforts to reach many people at a time

with gospel influences. This is a com-

mendable purpose ; but the more essential

thing is specificness in the work. A di-

rectness to individual cases. It is one

thing to pray for the conversion of sinners

in one's own community ; it is another

thing to pray especially for each person

in the community, however far from God

he may seem to be. In this work there is

a centralization of power and effort. In

praying one's whole heart is thrown in the

direction of a single lost one, whose sal-

vation is greatly desired by the praying

one. Rev. Martin F. Lamb, in his booklet,

entitled "Every Creature," says : "I shall

never forget how a pastor once singled

out the three leading men of the place,

all rough, swearing, ungodly men. He ask-

ed us all to pray for them ; didn't mention

their names—only asid, 'those three men,'

and kept on saying it at every meeting for

prayer, until every member of the church

become interested in those three men ; and

prayer ascended to God every day, and

almost continually for over six weeks, un-

til the trio were, one after the other, con-

verted. My conviction is that no real,

deep work of grace is possible that does

not develop this element of individual work

for individual souls." In the example giv-

en by Mr. Lamb, we see the results of

specific work for a specific purpose. In

this instance, there was a combination of

individuals in pursuit of one particular

object. It was not a spasmodic effort, out

a perservering and concentrated work:

and it seems that no personal appeal was

made to any of those men. Such an ex-

ample ought to stimulate any Christian

reader to bo more specific in his pray-

ing, ami more hopeful of seeing great re-

sults.

Mark 2:23-28; 3:1-6.

The Sabbath is both a religious and a

civil institution.

CLASS ARRANGEMENT.
By Ms. J. J. Lincoln.

To exemplify we will have to choose a

part : cular school. Let as say that the one

we are looking at has six elementary

classes; two junior, two primary, one be-

ginners', and one infant. The last nam-
ed is composed of children under five,

children yet too young to 3o any certain

amount of memory work. They can do

s r>me. one child more, another less. If

.there is a prescribed course of supple-

mental lessons they do not apply to this

class. II is the baby class and serves as

feeder for the beginners' class next year.

The church building at which we are

looking has a main room, a Sunday school

room. IS x 30, and an unfurnished pas-

tor's study. 8 x 8. Now how and where
shall the six elementary classes be loca-

ted? There are five other classes that

must occupy the main room. Our pur-

pose here is to suggest the best arrange-

ment for the six. The Sunday school

room accommodates three classes. Shall

it be the three lowest? We think not.

Let us hang our curtain, crosswise, cut-

tin':- off about one third of Sunday school

room. There we have space for begin-

ers. Now we divide the larger end, this

time lengthwise, and there we have first

and second primary. Let the infants

have the study.

The Juniors, two classes, can do no

better than occupy a part of the main
room, but by all means let them have cor-

ners, preferably in the rear, that can be

most conveniently curtained or screened.

This serening must be done if you would

gain desired results. There is nothing

else for these juniors to -do, so they must

be allowed to sit with and to have a

part in the opening and closing exercises

of the main school. At some stage let

them have at least one song all their own.

Best that it be the closing song and that

they march from class to platform and

remain in position for closing prayer.

For the class apartment a blackboard

and a map are indisputable articles of

equipment, and these if mounted on ea-

sels at right height furnish good part of

the screening and thus serve a double

purpose. By all means get the students'

map of Palestine. It is the best yet.

The infants may be in main school with

parents or caretakers until time for class.

They are then conducted to class apart-

ment and kept there, that is, not allow-

ed to return to main room. These tots

possess a most happy advantage in hav-

ing a room all to themselves with little

low seats and an outer door. Every Sun-

day when weather admits, in the some-

thing like forty minutes that the child

ren are held here, the teacher will want

to uive them some little rest exreises

an 1 nature lessons out in the onen. For

decoration of the room, flags and ban-

ners for use in out of door drills etc.,

Now to return to the S. S. room. The

curtains are drawn.

Children

have entered here one by one some hav-

ing arrived perhaps fifteen minutes be-

fore the time for opening. They are just

like children are apt to be—all over the

room. \\ hat must be done to obtain

quiet: Children, take your places. (?).

Never. A call to order in that way would

result in something like so many sheep

scampering over a lumber pile.

There is but one entrance or exit with-

out going through main room which must

be avoided; if there were two the chil-

dren as they march and sing could pass

out by one, enter by the other, and take

their places in good order. Hut what

must be done must be .lone, and a way is

found. The organ sounds the opening

chord of some easy marching sons. With-

out uttering a sound the teacher in charge

demonstrates the lime until all seem to

have can Jit it and are moving in even

step around the room. After making a

lew circuits the singing begins and one

by one the children stop at their respec-

tive locations, then sit at a given signal.

120 are Christians. The harvest is indeed

great but the laborers are few. Still,

much is being done along the line of Mis-

sions. During tiie year 1010 souls were

brought to Chirst at the rate of 2,000 per

week.

The great secret of there being so few

Mission workers is the lack of funds.

Money is needed, much money

!

Money is spent at the rate of $2,250,-

000,000 per year for whiskey and tobac-

co, but when it comes to money for mis-

sions, the sum is a mere pittance in com-

parison. Our Missionaries in Foreign

fields are forced to undergo many hard-

ships for the lack of money and others

who have heard the cry, "Come over into

Macedonia and help us" are kept at home

because of the same reason—lack of mou-

sy.

3rd. Another reason for a belief in

Missions is the reflex influence upon our

home church. "Will a man. rob God? Yet

ye have robbed me. But ye say, where-

in have we robbed thee? In tithes and

offerings. Ye are cursed with a curse;

for ye have robbed me, even this whole

nation."

"Bring ye all the tithes into the store-

house, and prove me now herewith, saith

the Lord of Hosts if I will not open you

the windows of Heaven and pour you out

a blessing that there shall not be room

enotigh to receive it."

THE ORGANISATION OF OUR CHIL-

DREN FOR MISSION WORK.
There is no phase of Christian effort

that yields more pleasing results than the

training and directing of children for

Christian service. If we want to have ef-

ficient, interested workers in our mission-

ary societies, we must begin now and

train up our children in the missionary

spirit. Many of us today feel ourselves

hampered because of our lack of training

along this line, at that most impressionable

time of our lives. Give the chiluren a

chance, encourage them by your interest

and your sympathy and they will go for-

ward in this work with a zeal that will

shame those of us who are older.

Realizing this need of training- and edu-

cating our children along missionary lines,

the Woman's Board of Home and Foreign

Missions of the S. C. C. offers the follow-

ing constitution for children's societies

and insists that wherever a Woman's Mis-

sionary Society has boon organized that

it, at once, take up this phase of the

work ; and if there is not a Woman's

Missionary Society, and the women do

Constitution for willing workers.

two cents a month into its treasury.

The officers of this society shall consist
ol the superintendent elected by the Wo-
man's Missionary Society a president,

vice-president, secretary and treasurer, all

oj whom shall be elected annually. The
pastor is a member ex-oiflcio.

ARTICLE V. Duties of Ouicers.

The duties of the officers of this society

shall be the same as in other similar so-

cieties, except the treasurer shall pay a41

money nito the treasury of the Woman's
Missionary Society, and shall make a full

eport of the same at or before the time
of the quarterly report of the Woman's
Missionary Society. But in case the

church has no such Society then the money
may be sent direct to the Woman's Boards
for Home and Foreign Missions.

ARTICLE VI. Meetings.

The meetings of this society shall be

h Id monthly on , at

o'clock.

. We are in the midst of a gracious re-

vival with the First Christian Church

here. There have been fourteen conver-

sions, and seven additions to date, and

the end is not in sight. The power of

the Holy Spirit was felt in our midst, and

several were praising God at one time.

The congregations have been good, not-

withstanding at the first of the meeting

five other churches were holding revivals.

We - are just closing seven months work

since I came to this field. We have a

large brick church located on Main St.,

one block from the Post Office. We can

seat about five hundred and fifty.

There have been one hundred and ten

new scholars enrolled in the Sunday

school since I came here. We have or-

ganized an Aid Society which is growing'

each month. Notwithstanding the cold

winter here our congregations have con-

tinued to increase until they have three

times doubled. As I write there are four

inches of snow on the ground which, with

the jingle of sleigh bells, makes it look

like winter. But one does not feel the

cold here as in the South, as it is not so

changeable, and one gets used to the

continued cold. We are well pleased with

our work here, as we can see day by day

that God is placing the seal of His ap-

proval upon it. The people are so ap-

preciative of my service, many coming to

me each Sabbath, saying, I did enjoy that

sermon so much, it made me feel good.

There are fifteen churches here, with a

population in the city of nine thousand

people. And we thank God that only a

few Catholics are here. One square from

the parsonage is the Catholic church, and

seven o'clock their first bell is rung for

early Mass while many Protestants are

sleeping.

T have married six couples since I came,

and conducted seven funerals. The church-

es here are not united, and the curse of

the city is the proselyting amongst the

preachers and their members. One good

feature about our work here is that our

church does not believe in the sinful prac-

tice of raising money by supper, festi-

vals, or rummage sales; but raise all mon-

ey by direct free will giving. Already I

have succeeded in getting some of the

members to give a tenth, and hope to

j

have others tithing soon. We have had!

lots of money to raise here since I came

besides the pastor's salary, as there were

needed repairs to do when I arrived. If

I ever boast about my work it would be

that I love to finance a church, and have

the money raised in God's way, and not

in a worldly way. I am still preaching

a whole gospel that saves a man from

all sin, keeps him sweet, makes him treat

his brother right, won't allow him to

"slap" or "slur" his co-worker in the

Master's great vineyard.

There are several ministers and church-

es "here who preach and believe in a full

salvation. During the winter I have held

several revival meetings for three of our

ministers in which more than sixty have

been converted. I delight to hold up a

Christ who can save from all sin.
