Both Dr. W, S. Long,

and Rev. J. W. Wellons had been pastors

of the church, the one befoie a: id during

the Civil War, the other soon after, and

their words were tender, affectionate and

brought to the older members many ',>rd

and happy recollections.

So agreeable, wholesome and happy

was this service that we would advise all

churches to plan and to observe once a

year at least a Home Coming Day. It is

worth while.
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THE ORPHNAGE.
It will be learned with genuine and

wide spread regret that Rev: J. L. Foster,

"Uncle Jim," because of failing health

and strength feels it imperative for him to

retire from the Orphanage work. For
some time he has been feeling and fear-

ing this, and at the June meeting of the

Board asked to be relieved. The Board,

reluctant to give him up, insisted on his

remaining and offered help by dividing

the work. But on last Friday, 2nd inst,

the Board was called in special session,

and after going over the situation the fol-

lowing was adopted

:

"Whereas the physical condition of Rev.

J. L. Foster makes it imperative for him

to retire from the work of the Orphanage

as Superintendent and whereas, at his

own request the Board of Trustees in

special session grants his request, to be

relieved of the work, it is hereby mutual-

ly agreed that his relation as Superinten-

dent of the Orphanage shall be terminated

on December 1st, 1912, and that his suc-

cessor in office shall take charge at that

time. It is further agreed that this action is

mutually harmonious and is done in the

best of good will and fellowship.'* Signed

by the Board and by Rev. J. L. Foster.

The Board also expressed its thanks and

appreciation for the great vork Bro.

and Sister Foster have done in bringing

the Orphanage to its present status of

success and efficiency and expressed its

regret at their having to retire from the

work. And readers of the Sun everywhere

will join us in that regret, for Bro.

Foster has been actively identified with

the Orphanage idea and movement from

its inception, and has given it his best

energies and most consecrated service. He
has literally wrecked his strength in carry-

ing this great burden for charity and the

church. His physicians advised that to

save himself for further usefulness and

service it was imperative for him to re-

tire, at the earliest possible date, from

this great task.

The Board deemed it wise to divide the

work for the futur-e. To that end Rev. E.

M. Carter of Chipley, Ga., was elected

Superintendent to reside in the Orpuanage

and gi\e especial concern to the financial

care and supervision of the work: Miss

Louise Williams was elected matron, and

Mr. W. B. Woodard of R. F. D. 3 Har-

risonburgh, Va. was chosen manager of

the farm. These were all especially recom-

mended for the features of the work they

are to undertake. Bro. Carter has not yet

signified his acceptance, sufficient time for

consideration of too important a step not

having intervened since his election, but

it is believed that his qualifications for the

work will not allow him to decline this

call to duty and to service for his church.

Miss Williams has been Matron since

June, was once Matron for the young

women in Elon College, is a teacher of

several years experience and a woman of

great intelligence, energy, and consecra-

tion. R r. Woodard who is to manage the

farm comes to us from the Valley of Vir-

ginia, is a successful farmer, was avail-

able for our work now because only re-

cently his home and belongings were de-

stroyed by fire, and is recommended as an

energetic man, a man of push and pru-

dence, a wise planter and a Christian gen-

tleman in every particular.

The Board hopes that this arrange-

ment will carry on to even greater useful-

ness and efficiency the great and good

work which Bro. Foster has so well be-

gun and brought thus far. There is no

more important interest or enterprise

amongst us than our Orphanage, a work

dear to the heart of us all, and one that

all want to see prosper and succeed. To

that end all friends of the church every-

where will labor and watch and hope and

pray.

A PRAISEWORTHY APPEAL.
We have not seen anywhere given a

finer exposition of the negro's duty to

himself, his family, and his race than the

following leaflet sent out as an appeal by

an organization of negroes

:

"1. We must get right with God and

make our religion practical. Less noise and

feeling and more quiet, wholesome, every-

day living.

"2. We must be honest, truthful, and

reliable.

"3. We must keep our bodies clean.

''4. We must keep our homes clean.

"5. We must keep our yards clean

—

back and front.

"6. We must slop hanging over the

gate and out of the window.

"7. We must behave ourselves better on

the streets and in public carriers, and stop

talking so much and so loud.

"8. We must make the word 'negro' a

synonym for honesty, cleanliness, intelli-

gence, industry, and righteousness by do-

ing with our might what our hands find

to do.

"9. We must lie loyal and helpful to

our race by encouraging all worthy efforts

put forth for its uplift.

"10. We must respect our women, edu-

cate our children, and stay out of the

saloon and dives. Where we have the fran-

chise we must vote for men who are op-

posed to the saloon."

If this appeal shall be heeded wonder-

ful progress may be expected among this

class of our citizens where progress is

needed, and in this endeavor all good

white people, as well as colored, will be

found pulling together.

.1 False Impression Corrected.

For five weeks the Christian Sun car-

ried this item: "In another column appears

1 lie annual announcement of the Agricul-

tural and Mechanical College. The College

is doing a splendid work for the industries

of the State. Its graduates are in demand

at good salaries and are found in all

walks of industrial life. Young men who

desire to fit themselves for useful and re-

munerative service cannot do better than

inform themselves about this College."

After our versatile and genial and graci-

ous editor wrote his exjuisi^e editorial two

weeks ago in ;egard to Rion and printed

on his front page the fac-simile reproduc-

'tion of the fine testimonial given Elon by

the talented Karl Lelimann, I assumed the

courage to ask the doctor if he really

thought the paragraph quoted above was

in accord with his well-known advocacy of

religious and Christian education. His reply

was that he did no know the tiling was in

the paper and a card was at once written

to the office devil to keep that thing and

everything else like it out of the Christian

Sun henceforth and forever.

I fear however that some of our promis-

ing young people have seen that seemingly

unqualified endorsement by our church

paper of this institution and that their

faith in the Sun's good sense may lead

them astray in the most vital issue of

youth, education. Consequently I venture

to set forth in brief manner why young

men who desire to jit themselves for useful

and remunerative service can do better than

atttend the Agricultural and Mechanical

College of this or any other state.

To begin with, these schools are not

properly Colleges. A college is not a speci-

al school, but a seat of higher learning

where the object is to bring youth into

intimate association with the ideals of

conduct and life that have made civiliza-

tion possible and whose inculcation will

assure the upward progress of the race.

To use the word College 'of any sort of

technical school is to do violence to lan-

guage, and it would not be done but with

the express purpose of misleading the peo-

ple, who. have an idea that the name con-

stitutes the thing. You do not find the great

technical schools, those that can rely on

their output to justify their bid for public

confidence, misappropriating a name that

they are not entitled to wear. They call

themselves schools or institutes, as the

Sheffield Scientific School of New Haven,

the Massachusetts Institute of Tecnology

of Boston, etc., etc. 1 would have the

young man ambitious for education to

know that going to an Agricultural and

Mechanical College is not going to College,

but to the technical school.

In the second place, a young man is not

ready for the technical school until he has

laid his educational foundation solid and

enduring, and this can be done only in

t lie real, true College. To begin to special-

ize hefore the foundation of life is laid in

the College course is to stand a pyramid

on its apex, to begin the roof of the house

before the first brick is laid. There are no

short-cuts to life-preparation, tho' many

would find them. There is but one way to

prepare thoroughly for life and that is lo

be educated. You can get training at the

special, technical school, but you do not

get education there. You need training all

light, but you need education first. You

can tram a dog, but you can't educate him.

A man is too divine a creation to stop with

training.

In the third place, tiie real thing in

education is character-development and the

real thing in character is its Christian

i.avor. Anyi/O- .. who knows anything at

all knows that the State schools do not

train in Christian character. The influence

of religion is a side-issue with I hem, and

many of their teachers are ungodly men

and women, wiio sow the deadly seed of

skepticism and infidelity in precious

hearts. The claim is held forth that the

\. M: C. A. is always represented in

these schools. But that does not mean that

Christian character will be developed

tiiere. I have been in some of these State

institution Y. M. C. A's., not so long ago

either. And wnat were the fellows frequent-

ing it doing? Reading their Bible, studying

their Sunday school lesson, talking over re-

ligions themes"? Not on your life. But in-

stead there was cigarette smoke in abund-

ance, pool playing in superabundance, vile

language, cards, and all in the name of

religion

!

If it ever gets to the point where a

young man cannot do better than go to

such an institution, under whatever name,

our country is doomed; for the salvation

of our country is not in its factories nor

its industries, but in its Christian man-

hood and womanhood, and this the Church

College aims to foster and develop, and

do, because it is a State school.

Will all who have the matter of educa-

tion at heart read and ponder these facts

before coming to a decision ?

HEALTH OR TUBERCULOSIS?
Tuberculosis is largely a personal mat-

ter. You can let your physical vitality

drop to such a low ebb that the wonder is

that many more of us do not get the

disease, or we can obey the laws of

health and build up such a vigorous con-

stitution, "with enormous reserve ener-

gy, that it takes Father Time himself to

bring us down. Why tuberculosis?

When a man once gets physically "down
and out" and knows what it means to

merely drag around from morning till

night, he can not enjoy life. He can not

do his work well, and he is a burden to

himself, his family, and associates. He
would be wise to take a litle time off

and attend to himself, to lead the sim-

ple life, cut out that which is bringing

him down, and to get back his health

and vitality, and lie a man again', rath-

er than till an early consumptive's grave.

"Health is wealth" is a trite maxim,

the truth of which every one appreciates

best after having suffered from disease.

Indeed, health is a most priceless treas-

ure. When deprived of it, we. are will-

ing to exchange for it everything else we
possess; yet when well, we squander it

ruthlessly, regardless of consequences.

As a rule, lying on the side is the

l est position for sleeping. Which side

is a matter of indifference, unless a meal

fas been taken within I wo or thre'e

hours, in which case the righj side is

preferable. <

He had by brain, energy,

and tireless effort risen from the humble

walk of life to a position in the nation-

al Congress, and as a member of the

House he had been able, efficient and

conspicuous. But many virtues will not.

suffice to keep a wrong and a cankerous

vice obscured. "Be sure your sins will

find you out," says the Book, and though

there be many righteous deeds, these will

not cover nor obscure nor abolish the

sins. Exit Lorimer. Your sins were too

great, though your virtues were many,

and you have been weighed and found

wanting.

The Stranger at Church.

It is the duty, and should be the cov-

eted privilege, of church members to greet

each other at church with becoming cour-

tesy and in a Christian spirit; but there

are always those in the church who want

to be petted and patted and pampered.

They think you should make it a point to

especially look them up and show them
especial favors and attention. We find

this in the Presbyterian Standard:

"A Charlotte pastor some time ago

gave his flock a slight upbraiding for their

coldness and lack of cordiality in wel-

coming new people into the church. One
lady took it upon herself after services

to speak to a strange woman who was
seated beside her. Assured of a most
cordial welcome and asked how long she

had lived in Charlotte, the "strange"
lady replied: "I've been living in Char-

lotte ten years and have been a mem-
ber of this church all of that time." To
a friend whom she had met outside the

church the "strange" lady said that that

was the first time in the ten years that

she had been welcomed into the church

except by the pastor.

Now what we want to know is, How
many people had this "strange lady"
spoken to and welcomed to the church
and tried to make feel at home there?

How much had she done to help in the

Sunday school, the Ladies' Aid, the Mis-
sionary Society? Had not she been a

strange lady all too long, and just hung
on wanting to be carried, and not will-

ing to do anything to help carry the work
and burden of the church? Many are

strangers at church because they are un-

willing to carry and want to be carried.

Their example might be

imitated to good advantage by others. ]

ia indeed sad that any of the few mission

points that we occupy should have to be

abandoned because of lack of loyalty on

the part of our people.

And just here the Woman's Society can

play a good part in creating loyalty. It is

die Society's mission to cultivate s mis-

sionary spirit to encourage the church in

missionary effort, to spread missionary

knowledge, and to secure contributions for

missions. If the society lives up to this,

every church will of its own accord be

doing something worth while for missions.

THE SPIRITUAL LIFE.

That familiar saying, "There are two

sides to everything," applies to life as

well as other things. Life has two sides:

the human and the spiritual, and both

are essential. But the spiritual is the

one that lives on after the human has

passed away. So how much more im-

portant is the spiritual'? Would the hum-

an side of life mean much to us without

the spiritual ?

It is the spiritual life thai takes us

beyond the animal world and gives us

high and noble thoughts. It is the thing

that causes us to love our neighbor as

ourself, to forgive a wrong, to be charit-

able to a fault, to help the needy and

suffering- and to comfort the distressed

and dying.

God is a spirit and we can only wor-

ship him in spirit. The spiritual life is

the only one that can give true worship.

It is only through the spiritual side of

life that we can uderstand our trials and

afflictions and can bear our sorrows.

The spiritual life is like the human, it

has to be tested and strengthened. The

spiritual life to grow more perfect and

become beautiful and that the world may
behold its beauty, needs training, nurture,

and tender care. We must be careful with

our language, to keep it pure and clean

and with our thoughts, for clean, beau-

tiful thoughts keep the heart pure and

out of a pure heart comes that perfect

spiritual life. We all remember the prom-

ise in the Beatitudes, "Blessed are the

pure in heart : for they shall see God. '

'

The spiritual life does not develop in

the party rooms, in the balls, or in any

of the places of vanity, but develops from

church going, singing spiritual songs and

on the knees at the feeto f Jesus plead-

ing for forgiveness of sins, and after

this is obtained then by living according

to the fifteenth Psalm, and the first chap-

ter or all the book of James.

How could the saints and martyrs of

the Bible have endured the persecutions

that were heaped upon them had it not

been for the spiritual life in them? Think

of Moses bringing the children of Is-

rael from bondage. It would have been

impossible for him to have undertaken

such an arduous task without the spir-

itual guidance and aid. It was the spiri-

tual life that caused Paul and Silas to

pray and sing praises unto the Lord and

through this came their miraculous de-

livery.

How could John on the Isle of Patmos

have given us the Book of Revelation

but for the Spirit within him? How could

Stephen have borne his persecutions or

have done the wonders and miracles but

for the Spirit within him, and how could

he have prayed for his persecutors when

he was being stoned to death had he not

been filled with the Spirit?

There are numbers of other Bible char-

acters that might be cited, but we have

today the works of the home and for-

eign missionaries which exemplify great

types of the spiritual life. The self-sac-

rificing preacher, the earnest laity of the

church, the patient sufferer, the loving

mother, the kind and patient father are

all types of the spiritual life.

But the last, the greatest, the most

typifying of all, the one for each of us

to hold e\er before us, is the spiritual

life of Christ, Mis death on the cross

and the triumph of the Spirit over death

and the grave.

THE EASTERN VIRGINIA SUNDAY
SCHOOL CONVENTION AND

MISSIONS.
Even a causal observer would have been

inspired with the stress placed upon Mis-

sions during the recent session of the E.

Va. Sunday School Convention. The body

met with the Portsmouth people, and

they have a church which is a more con-

vincing argument for Home Mission

work than much eloquence. The atmos-

phere in which the body met for was

conclusive of missionary feeling and en-

thusiasm.

The evening of the first day was given

to the discussion of this vital topic, Dr.

W. H. Dennison speaking on "The Key
to the Missonary Problem and Rev. J.

AY. Harrell on "The Material at Hand
for Teaching Missions in the Sunday

Scuool." On the second day at 12 o'clock

there was a Missionary Conference in

charge of the Woman's Board of the Con-

ference. The interest in this work was

evinced by the large number present at

1 his Conference. Mrs. W. D. Harward

had a paper on "Mission Study, Why?
and How? Rev J. W. Harrell gave an

address on "About Lessons for Children's

Missionary Societies," and exhibited some

objects for fixing the thoughts on the

minds of the children. Mrs. C. H. Row-

land read a paper on "The Model Wo-
man's Missionary Society."

Following the no'on hour, Mrs W. H.

Dennison made a very interesting address

and exhibited quite a collection of Japa-

nese articles and curiosities. Mrs. Dennison

is personally acquainted with all of our

missionaries in Japan, having had all of

them in her home. They, at different

times have sent her articles of interest

from their field until she has this most

interesting and instructive collection. On
the last day of the Convention Rev. J.

W. Harrell made "An Appeal for Mis-

sions" setting forth the needs and show-

ing the opportunity before us. Besides all

this, there was an exhibit in one of the

Sunday school rooms, of scenes and pic-

tures of life in our foreign fields, Japan

and Porto Rico, and of Missionary liter-

ature. This was in charge of Miss Turpin

and Mrs. Dennison and proved to be

very instructive and helpful. The Conven-

tion, as it has been accustomed to do,

took ten memberships in the Missionary
Association of the Confereice. Eleven ad-

ditional ones were secured on the floor

fiom individuals, making twenty-one in

all.

To cur minds, this combining of the

missionay feature with the Sunday school
work is a most encouraging sign for the

advancement of the cause of Missions
and shows an upward mark in the oun-
day school we come in touch with the

child, and if missionary facts and prin-

ciples can be implanted in his mind and
heart, they are being placed in the most
fertile soil with which we have to do.

Sunday school teacher of awakening an
interest and creating a zeal for Missions

in the young hearts and minds, which
come under his instructions. This fact

carries with it the great responsibility of

NOTES ON C. E. TOPIC, AUG. 18.

Subject— "Christian Tact." John 4:1-30

The manner of approach usually de-

termines the impression one man will

have on another. If you approach him
as a friend, he will usually accept you
as such, and vice versa. There have been

preachers who for awhile attracted

crowds by abusing those out of the church

but they have never turned men from
their sins. You may search the Christ life

from start to finish and you will find it

a life of patience. In the time of his

trial and sentence, he had compassion

wpon his accusers and condemners, and

from his lips fall the words, "Father,

forgive them, for they know not what
they do.

It is sometimes difficult to deal gently

and patiently with men in the church

who fail to respond to the call of duty,

or men out of the church who are obsti-

nate in their opposition. But no victory

was ever won by abuse or criticism. The

words that carry conviction must be

spoken in gentleness and love. Christiani-

ty should be considerate of the opinions

of others. We have heard men say others

were not Christians in times of warm dis-

cussion over some immaterial matter. The
scathing denunciations by some of peo-
ple who engage in questionable things is

wholly disproportionate to the offense.

It has been well said "Talent is some-
thing, but tact is everything."

Paul's was a rich and successful life,

largely because he was so tactful. You re-

member his words, "I am made all things

to all men, that I might by all means save

some." He approached men in a friendly

spirit, along the line of their interests

He entered into their thoughts, and
through his ministrations many were not

"almost," but fully persuaded to follow

his Master.

There are indeed "Many men of many
minds," but not so of hearts. The heart

of one man is like that of another. The
approach is not always the same to the

hearts of men, but the deep channels of

human emotions are not far apart. "One
touch of nature makes the whole world

kin." To reach a man appeal to his man-
hood, and woman may be touched by a

call to the virtuous qualities inherent in

her.

From the Pens of Others

A friend will sometimes be firm with

his friend. He will sometimes even speak

harshly. But one knows it is for his good.

They are well meant. But have a care

for the enimies; they lie in wait for you.

The counsel of friend to friend is

sweet. It heals the wounds we get out in

the world. When one's friend opens up

his heart to him in the day of his trouble,

it is like the opening of valuable cases of

ointment and perfume.

Friendship is a strong tie. It is often

stronger than blood-relationship. The old

friend of one family—afriend who has

advised one's father—will often stand fast

when kin forsake. Jesus is a friend. His

tie is the strongest.

In its derivation tact has refrence to

the idea of touch. When we speak of a

musician's touch we mean a good deal.

Human souls are instruments which in

most eases will yield sweet music if handl-

ed rightly. The Christian may become

adept in handling the souls of his fellows

for their betterment, if he will but ex-

ercise his talent of tact.

Christian tact is that quality which re-

strains us from the thoughtless jibe, the

unnecessary argument, the angry retort,

and helps us on all occassions to respect

the rights of others, to be silent rather

than condemn, to condemn if possible,

always having in mind the wishes of our

Savior and His love for all mankind.

What oil is to machinery tact is to

our daily life, making the events of the

common hours move along quietly and

smoothly, and lessening the friction inci-

dent upon human intercourse. If we are

tactful, we leave unsaid useless criticism

and leave undone unkind acts.

Tact cannot be put on with the dress

suit and laid aside in the daily life. Neith-

er in its highest form is it the result of

education. It is the normal attitude of the

person that iives much in the presence of

God. It is the result of looking long and

deeply into the wonderful lay of love.

Christian Endeavor Principles.

1. We believe in having spiritual peo-

ple for spiritual work.

2. We hold that spiritual life must be

evidenced by open confession and by act-

ive service.

3. We consider the training of the

young for such service a matter of para-

mount importance.

4. We cling to the idea of denomina-

tional loyalty combined with interdenomi-

national fellowship.
* * *

The second of our fundamental princi-

ples is that this life must be manifested,

firstly by open confession and secondly

by active service. This open confession

will take many forms—participation in

the weekly meetings, suitable and heart-

felt responses at the consecration meetings,

the repetition of the pledge, personal tes-

timony in the home, in the workshop,

in the open air". But whatever its form, it

will have but one aim—the glorifying of

the Master, the open acknowledgment of

nur allegiance to Him.

That much-abused and greatly mis-

understood clause in the pledge known as

"the participation clause" will assume a

fresh importance when we view it in this

light, we do not "take some part, aside

from singing, in every meeting" for self-

glorification, or even solely for . the edifi-

cation of our fellow members, but in order

that we may again and again witness to

our loyaltj to Jesus Christ, and our desire

to be used by Him. The mere act of ris-

ing, even if words utterly fail us, is an

act of personal testimony that has a dis-

tinct value both for. the individual mem-

ber and for the society as a whole. And it

is possible to overestimate the beneficial

effects of witness borne for our Master in

the course of aggressive evangelistic work,

and in close personal dealing with others.

But we want both "golden bells and

pomegranates"—music and fruitfulness

in our lives, and he who really loves his

Lord will never rest content in mere talk

—

there will be active service. Not great

deeds, perhaps, but acts of love and pity

and tenderness. Actions speak louder than

words, and the world is much more likely

to believe in our testimony if it is ac-

companied and suppored by deeds that

correspond.-—F. J. Horsfield.

DARDEN-OBERRY BIBLE CLASS.
The Darden-0 berry Bible Class of Ho-

ly Neck Christian Church, Nanseemond
C o., Va., was organized the third Sun-

day in Sept., 1910, with twenty-nine

charter members.

ARETH."

History tells us that while St. Pan!

was living as a lad ir the great city of

Tarsus, toiling at tent-making and study-

ing the endless rules and traditions of

the rabbis, there was another Jewish boy

about his age in the village of Nazareth

cleaving wood and driving nails in the

hot workshop of his father Joseph.

Jesus a carpenter! Aye. "in the

scenes of busy labor, in the paths of an-

xious toil, and in the struggle for daily

bread" he poured out on life's altar his

childhood, his youth, his manhood, one by

one, and thus gave undying dignity to

manual labor and ennobled forever the

sweat of honest toil. Jesus a carpenter!

Aye, clothed in the humble garments of

the working man, a simple woolen tunic,

and a turban upon his head, lie went

about his work squaring beams, wield-

ing the heavy ax and hatchet, and sing-

ing:

"They who tread the path of labor fol-

low where my feet have trod;

They who work without complaining do

the holy will of God.

Where the many toil together there am I

among my own;

Where the tired workman sleepeth there

am I with him alone.
'

'

Jesus a carpenter! Aye, in that shav-

ing-strewn shed where the Son of God

swung his ax, drove the wedge, or forced

his rude saw through the plank, the

teaching began that was to overrun the

world. Indeed, this is the miracle of la-

bor, "this is the solitary floweret out of

the wonderful inclosed garden of thirty

years, plucked precisely there where the

swollen bud at a distinctive crisis bursts

into flower."

Jesus a carpenter! Why not? Saul

and David, so the Scriptures inform us.

were both manual laborers ; Elisha was

taken from the plow to become the fol-

lower and successor of the mighty Eli-

jah ; Moses was a shepherd in the land of

Midian ; the prophet Amos was a herds-

man and dresser of sycamore trees; Gid-

eon was threshing wheat by the wine-

press when an angel of the Lord called

him to a wider field of labor; and Nebe-

miah 's task was bearer of the king's

wine cup. And. besides this, is not the

carpenter one of the most essential fig-

ures of civilized society? Why, by his

agency the dark cave in which man for

centuries crouched like a wild beast was

transformed into a house in which his

savage nature and uncouth manners

could be refined into moral virtues; and

a home created, around whose sacred

fireside may be developed that social

fabric of human society, which, charged

through and through and impregnated in

all its parts by the tender and gentle

principle of holy love, will ultimately

level the heart of the world.

Jesus a carpenter! What has not

that word done for the human race"? It

has tended to console and sanctify the

estate of poverty, to sweeten the duty

of labor, and elevate the entire concept-

ion of manhood as of a condition in it-

self alone, and, apart from every advan-

titious circumstance, has its own grand-

eur and dignity in the sight of God. Je-

sus a carpenter! Aye, those large and

sinewy hands accustomed to gripping the

heaxy ax or rude "drawing knife "in the

fullness of time," upon Mount Quaran-

tania, throttled human selfishness, and

with the strength of his brown and braw-

ny arms lifted the moral order of the

world out of darkness into the light of

glorious obedience, framed through suf-

fering service and undying example of

consecrated toil, and on the cross sym-

bolized forever the nobility of sacrifice

and the dignity of pain.

Jesus a carpenter! Aye, he that "lift-

ed with his pierced hands empires off

their hinges and turned the stream of

centuries out of its channels" could say

in truth :

' My father worketh hitherto,

and I work." And who can say that he

did not make his work a labor of love

and crowd all manual toil with heaven"?

Who can deny that it was the plane of

the Carpenter of Nazareth that has level-

ed the hearts of Christendom? Ah, His

is the spirit that should inpire all work,

temper every physical exertion, and per-

meate every manual effort of the race.

Says Ruskin: "Ask the laborer in tin

Held, at the forge, or in the mine; ask

the patient, delicate fingered artisan or

the strong-armed fiery worker in bronze

and in marble and with the colors of

light, and none of these who are true

workmen will ever tell you that they

have found the law of heaven an unkind

one, 'that in the sweat of their face

they should eat brad, till they return to

the ground'; nor that they ever found

it an unrewarded obedience, if indeed it

was rendered faithfully to the command,

'Whatsover thy hand findetb to do, do

it with thy might.' "

Jesus a carpenter! Aye, the holiest,

highest, and mightiest manhood thou,

teach us to serve, inspire us with a vi-

carious principle. 0, thou Master Work-
man,

'

' Who hast toiled

O'er bench and plane, thy garments

soiled

:

Shape in our hearts, in will, in mind,

That manhood by thyself designed,

That we may know, may feel, may see

That we are laborers with thee."

In writing to the Journal des Missions,

M. Bonnet, a colporter, thus describes the

condition of women of Annam:

"The young girls
;

they are designated

by a number in order of their birth. When

married, they are known by the name of

husband or sun. They do the hardest of

the work in the house and the field, and

in the boats they do the rowing while the

husband holds the helm." When in his

tours M. Bonnet invites the inhabitants of

a village to hear the gospel story, the men

come; the women remain at their work.

Having never been objects of any atten-

tion, they do not imagine that the invita-

tion is addressed to them.

Christianity, in all its lines of develop-

ment, includes woman. The visits at the

home in Bethany, the rest at Joseph's

well, the cross of Calvary, and the sepul-

chre, evidence the desire of the Master to

give woman a place of importance in the

future of the world. The higher the civili-

zation of the nation, the higher the ad-

vancement of woman
;
but, rather, reverse

the order of the sentence, making it cor-

rect : The higher advancement of the wo-

men of the nation, the higher the civiliza-

tion of the nation. Woman is not a name-

less factor in the church of Christ. Estab-

lish the Sunday-school, put the New Test-

ament in the hands of the children, with

a knowledge of the alphabet, and the

mothers of Annam will give a name to

their baby girls.

Women of America, awake to your

privilege; raise to your height the woman-

hood of un-Christian nations! Know-

ledge of their condition, prayer for their

help, and consecration of your money

will accomplish it.

Typhoid Fever.

A diagonsis of typhoid fever in the home

should be a notification to the household

of a possibly grave danger lurking about

the home. Certainly the disease came from

somewhere. The now all important and

pressing question is, is there somewhere on

the lot or in the neighborhood a still active

source of the disease? Until that question

is answered and the hidden foe>|s discover-

ed and destroyed neither family nor attend-

ing physician should know any peace of

mind. The danger to the household of the

possibility of other cases developing is at

least ten times greater than the danger of

the disease of the sick person.

Write to your State Board of Health for

a pamphlet on typhoid fever and instruct-

ions as to how to find your enemy and de-

stroy him.

The second or third case of typhoid fever

in a home occurring three weeks after the

physician took charge of the first or pri-

mary cases raises the question as to wheth-

er the physician has performed his full

duty in protecting that family against the

disease, for the probability is that the sec-

ond and third cases came from the same

source as the first case, or was contracted

by carelessness in the nursmg of the first

case. The attending physician's first duty

is to find the source of disease and remove

Pineapple has been regarded as an in-

digestible food and it is when the pulp is

swallowed. The juice alone contains the

medicinal quality and this should not be

sweetened, but slightly salted. This juice

has a digestive principle* much like pepsin,

in diphtheretic sore throat and croup, it

acts quickly and most favorably, the power-

ful and penetrating acid serving to dissolve

the false membrane to the great relief of

the patient.

Beets help to make new, good blood and

should be eaten raw for this purpose and

served as a salad with oil and lemon juice.

Celery is strong in medicinal effect, help-

ful in nervousness, nervous dyspepsia, rheu-

matism and neuralgia. It should be chewed

until the juices are extracted, and none of

the pulp should be swallowed. The green

leaves and the roots boiled make an ex-

cellent soup for tiie purpose mentioned*.

Lettuce cools the system, and is good for

sleeplessness, and it should be eaten green.

When it is white, it has been bleached

and much of its medicinal qualty is taken

from it.

Carrots are
v
excellent for the blood, for

asthma and nervousness. They should be

eaten raw, finely chopped and served as a

salad with lettuce and dressing.

Tomatoes are good for the liver, acting

directly upon that organ. They should be

eaten raw when used as a medicine. Heat

destroys the vegetable calomel in them.

The skin should never be eaten.

Spinach, dandelion and asparagus are

all good for the kidneys. Asparagus should

be used only in Spring and Summer.

The onion is the king of vegetable medi-

cines. It is excellent for nervousness, sleep-

lessness and as a binding to sore throats.

Onion Syrup is potent in the cure of coughs,

colds, hoarseness, and is well known as an

old-fashioned and perfect remedy.

Of lemons a great doctor has said that

if they cost a dollar a piece they would be

the greatest remedy known for numerous

ills. For fever, rheumatism, liver troubles

sore throats, billiousness and colds they are

without a rival. Never combine the lemon

with sugar or other cane products, molasses

and the like. Sugar instantly destroys the

medicinal value of lemon juice.

Watermelon is of great value in yellow

fever cases and in Erysipelas. Dnder cir-

cumstances of general nature, they aregocl

for kidney and especially bladder I roubles.

The pulp should not be swallowed when

the watermelon is used medicinally.
