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ON BEING KIND.
Be ye kind one to another, tender-heart-

ed, forgiving one another, even as God
for Christ's sake hath forgiven you. Eph.
4:32. Golden 'lext for Sunday, December
15.

Of course there are those who will

take advantage of your kindness, and

abuse it. There are others who will not

appreciate your kindness, and who will

only use it to further their own designs.

And, moreover, such people will gloat-

over the advantages they derived from

turning your benefits into their own pri-

vate gain.

Admit all this, and more; still there re-

mains the fact that more people are

crushed by the world' cruelty than are

spoiled by the world's kindness and gen-

erosity. I have known more people hurt

by having the hard heart, and the cold

shoulder, turned to them than 1 have

known spoiled or ruined by having the

good word, the helping hand, and the

kindly deed extended.

Furthermore, if every kindly deed we

did were to hit the mark and find its

fruit we would get our reward immedi-

ately and lay up no treasure for the fu-

ture.

Take into consideration the Lord

Jesus. How much immediate return did

He receive for His many deeds of loving

kindness? They took advantage of His

power to lieal, His strength to restore,

His willignliness to help, His resources

to feed the hungry; and yet they not

only gave Him in return the hard heart

and the cold shoulder, they killed Him
with their cruelty and curcified Him for

His kindness. And even when their iron

hands were clamping with the death

grasp about His warm heart, generously

and most graciously He cried, "Father

forgive them."

That was going a long way. You and

I may not go that far, but ours is the

privilege of beginning, of going some, of

doing somewhat, even when our deeds

are not appreciated and when our kind-

nesses are seemingly received with in-

gratitude.

There is, moreover, another and a

somewhat different line of reckoning yet.

You cannot tell which kind deed of

yours is going home and will hit the

mark; or better still has hit the mark

and borne its fruit. If thy brother of-

fend against thee forgive bim—seventy

times seven. Now suppose you have for-

given him seven times, and are determin-

ed you will not forgive him the eighth.

Yet it may be that the eighth act of for-

giveness would have reached the mark,

melted the hard heart and brought back

to safety the erring brother. I know of

a case wherein one was forgiven eleven

times. The one who had forgiven was
well nigh worn thread bare, and was de-

spairing. But the twelfth act of for-

giveness reached the mark, and brought

to permanent and life long safety and

security. Another case comes to mind
wherein a father forgave his son four

times. The fifth time the son came back

more resolved, more deternSir.lcd, more
willing than ever before to remain true

and fixed and steadfast atnd \ fef.thful

—if only he might get forgiveness once

more. But his father refused Id for-

give him. turned the hard heart and the

cold shoulder. Four times was enough,

said the father—and he broke that boy's

heart, wrecking and ruining completely

that boy's life. This was not Christ's

way, for He said "seventy times seven"

;

not. two times two only.

Forgiveness does not always signify

further opportunity for indulgence, reck-

lessness, bankruptcy. There is a wide

difference between allowing your brother,

or brethren, to bankrupt you, and your

forgivng him or them in your heart. We
can be kind and gracious and generous

and forgiving without ruining ourselves,

wrecking our business or weakening our

influence. The teaching and economy of

the Bible are not inconsistent with honest

industry, business sagacity and absolute

justice to self, to others and to all con-

cerned.

Forgive does not always mean girt".

It some tjiines means more than that

;

it some times means less than that ; it

always means that which is possible to

us and that which at all hazard we are

commanded of the Word of God to do.

And since the Word commands it we

know there is joy, gladness, glory—and

ultimate gain in it. Lord help us to

forgive.

LECTURES ON CAMPBELLISM.
? any ministers and ministerial • stu-

dents came together atElon College last

week to attend an Institute on Campbell-

ism conducted by Rev. J. J. Summerbell',

D. D., of Dayton , Ohio. We did not

lake account of the number who attend-

ed, but there must have been fifty or

more. To say that all were delighted,

edified, instructed, but puts it mildly.

We do not know what practical results

came from this course of lectures, not

what the final result will be. But there

is one thing of which we are certain

:

For vividness of philosophic insight, for

forcefulness of theological treatment, for

directness of logical statement, we have

not heard any where an abler course of

studies than these, and their production

could come from no other than the mind

of a master in the field of mental and

spiritual research. We repeat here what

we said recently of his book "Mountains
of the Bible," Dr. Summerbell is a writ-

er of books and our church should keep

him busy at writing books. Thes lectures

on "Campbellism" are monumental and

in some way must be given to the public.

This world of theological thought and

theories suffers in pain and anguish till

this volume be brought forth. Men and

women who care for righteousness to

prevail, and for the sword to be thrust

forth till peace come, owe it to them-

selves to have and to read and to ponder

over that which Dr. Summerbell has put

forth in these lectures. It would be

cruel and unkind to the church and the

world not to put in book form, so that

they may reach a larger audience, and

have a calmer and closer study, these

marvelous and epoch making studies.

A MAN OF PRAYER.
The New York Herald says " 'A man

of prayer' is the way many of the friends

of Governor Woodrow Wilson class the

next president of the Limited States."

Then this incident is related by the

same paper when the next President was

president of Princeton University. "At

the alumni prayer-meetings of the col-

lege Y. M. C. A. one of the men we could

count on to be present was Dr. Wilson.

There on Sunday afternoons regularly,

with a group of men about him, you

could find Dr. Wilson on his knees in

prayer for the University. When the

question came up about abandoning the

alumni prayer-meeting hecause it was not

largely attended, it was at the urgent re-

quest of Dr. Wilson that this was not

done.

"Dr. Wilson prayed aloud and he was

not ashamed to be seen on his knees and

to have it known that he was a praying-

man."

The Herald does the country at large

a- service in passing that fact along, for

many of our young men need to know

that men of eminence are not ashamed

to be seen on their knees.

THE HORSE AND HUMANITY.
Whether the world is growing better or

worse seems to be an open question: but

that the world is growing less cruel is

not an open question. We become more

human with the passing years. So much

so that a man who is cruel to his beast is

himself not well thought of in a commu-

nity. For men well know that one who

is cruel to his horse., whom he haii at hii

command, would be unkind, and even

cruel, to men when he has them under

his power. Cruelty is cruelty, whether

it b e to horse, hound or "hand." The

reverse is true, and one who is humane to

his horse may be depended on for kind-

ness to his followers.

The New York Bureau of Municipial

Research lias announced that it will re-

quire individual drinking cups and shower

bath for horses. This may seem to some

as overreaching the mark:—silly senti-

mentalism. But it is not. Ninety thous-

and horses die in New York City annual-

ly. Of this number 6,500 die, before their

day with glanders—a disease communi-

cated through the filthy public drinking

troughs. It is somewhat in the line of

humane conduct to help if possible, and

prolong, the lives of those 6,500 beasts:

for life is also sweet to them. And sav-

ing them brings satisfaction to the human

heart.

A few years ago the cry for the indi-

vidual drinking cup was set up for those

who traveled on trains, or drank in public

places. Now every one carries his drink-

ing cup, and in a few years a common
drinking cup on a train, or at a public

place, will be a relic and the real excep-

tion, no where the rule. We are becoming

more and more humane. We are learn-

ing that life is sweet and that sanitation,

consideration, due thoughtfulness of self

and others will prolong it.

Porto Rico.

"We rejoice that the friends of our mis-

sion work have made it possible for Dr.

and Mrs. J. F. Burnett to visit our Porto

Kieo field and assist in the dedication of

the Ponce church.

We rejoice that in our Porto Rico field

ire have so valuable equipment in

building, and we urge our brethren and

appeal to them to make it possible to

enlaree our force of missionaries and

native helpers at the earliest possible

moment.

That we present to our brethren the

loss by flood of our Arus chapel in Porto

Rico, and urge them to immediately pro-

vide the funds to restore the building- at

this needy and promising point.

That we appropriate $40.10 to cover

bills incurred in preliminaries to the

building of the Ponce church.

That the Porto Rico Insurance bills be

paid out of the regular appropriation.

That Miss Mishler be requested to

return to Porto Rico by January 1, 1913

if at all possible.

That the Foreign Secretary be author-

ized to make an appeal at once for chairs

and windows for the Ponce church.

That the Board adopt the 'deed of the

Boston, Mass. church, subject to the con-

siderations therein expressed.

That until further arrangements can

be effected. Dr. M. D. Wolfe be made tne

aeent of the Board for the care of the

Boston, Mass. church property and the

conduct of the business connected with

the Boston work, and that he be clothed

with power of attorney by the Board to

represent our interests.

That a loan of $600. be negotiated with

Mr. E. L. Goodwin payable on demand,

and that the President and Secretary be

instructed to excute a note in behalf of

the Board covering this amount..

That we approve the payment of $50.

to the Home Mission Council for Home
Mission Week expenses.

That the objectives for our Home Mis-

sion Week be our frontier work and

Franklinton Christian college.

The list of Home mission pastors was

read and approved.

That $6.20, the traveling expenses of

Dr. M. D. Wolfe occasioned by the Boston

work be allowed.

That the circulation of literature and

other work in connection with the Social

Service Commission be left in the hands

of the Home Secretary under the direc-

tion of the Mission Council, and that he

be authorized to represent the denomi-

nation at the Conference in Chicago in

December charging the proportionate part

of his expenses to the Home Mission

fund.

That the Boston work be placed in

charge of the Home Mission Secretary

and Dr. M. D. Wolfe, who shall seek the

advice of the New England Missionary

Society and the Rhode Island and Mas-

sachusetts Conference in matters that

concern these bodies. They, together

with the Boston church, shall have au-

thority to engtge a pastor for the Boston

church, and other workers as they may
be needed using for the support of the

work such revenues as may be available

from the Boston property, or from special

contributions for that purpose, or that

may be appropriated by the Mission

Council.

That the Woman's Board for Home
Missions be asked to take the Boston

work, Massachusetts, as a special objec-

tive, and that as soon as possible to noti-

fy the Home Mission Secretary of the

amount which they will attempt to

raise for this special work.

That the Mission Council be author-

ized to increase any Home Mission ap-

propriation or to transfer any unused

apnropriations or to make new appro-

priations providing for emergencies in

the Home field provided that the entire

expenditure for the year 1913 aside from

special funds shall not exceed the limit

of $7,500 fixed by the action taken upon

the report of Finance Committee.

That the Home Secretary be directed to

take up the request of the Manchester,

N. H. church for permission to encumber

the property with the offices of the

Rookineham conference, and other New
Ens-land hrethren. and that the final

decision after their advice has been re-

ceived be made by the Mission Council.

That the Home Secretary correspond

directly with the churches where the a-

mounts asked for are reduced and urge the

churches to make the increase rather than

leave the workers ro stand the reduction.

Literature and Publicity...

That we expre« our appreciation of

the able manner in which the Christian

Missionary has been edited during the

past year, and rejoice in the ready x-e-

sponse that its readers have made to the

Publisher's efforts to put it upon a firm

business basis; and

That the Publisher's efforts in this di-

rection be continued and that the Chris-

tian Missionary he placed upon a cash

basis as soon as possible. Realizing tne

importance of missionary education

among all our people we recommend that

both our Home and Foreign Secretaries

continue to send out from time to time

such tracts and leaflets as in their best

judgment are conducive to this end

:

definite literature upon Mission study

classes, and books for study in classes

should be brought to the attention of all

our classes.

That the Home Secretary continue the

Book department as in the past year and

when advisable for the best interest of

the work tracts be gratuitously given.

That we rejoice in the progress made in

preparing the History of our Mission by

Dr. Bishop and express the hope that it

may be completed in the near future and

that the committee already appointed, the

author and the editors of the Christian

Missionary, be authorized to proceed with

the publication at their earliest con-

venience.

That we most heartily approve the

efforts put forth by our Home Mission

Secretary in connection with Home Mis-

sion Week and recommend that all pos-

sible means be used to make this a great

event or week in all our churches.

That we endorse the Working Program

and Efficiency Chart as presented by

Rev. W. G. Sargent.

That we adopt the Livingstone Centen-

nial and ask that so far as possible our

churches co-operate as suggested by the

Missionary Education on November under

the direction of our Mission Secretaries.

Miscellaneous.

Dr. J. E. Bishop tenders his resiena-

tion as President and Treasurer of the

Board as follows

:

In view of the fact that the amount of

funis furnished by the brotherhood is

not sufficient to effectively work the

2'round already occupied in Japan and

Porto Rico, saying nothing of enlarg-

ment either by the sending of new mis-

sionaries or effectively enlarging the force

of native workers; and believing that

with some readjustment of the work in

the administrative department the dis-
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tinctively missionary work of the de-

partment may be done by two men to

the saving of some funds for the en-

couragement and work of the fields; for

these reasons in the main, I hereby ten-

der my resignation as President and

Treasurer of the Board.

The following resolution was adopted

:

That while we appreciate t!i<? splendid

self-sacrifice which prompts him to re-

sign, we feel, after a careful eonsiera-

tion, that the acceptance of his resigna-

tion at this time would not be wise and

t':at he be requested to withdraw the

same.

Dr. BL- 1 op then decide ; to accept and

c<. •', i',.o the work as requested.

M .v the Board expxess ite appreci-

ation of the faithful service of our audi-

tors, S. 0. Albaugh and A. F. Chase, and

requests them to continue in the same ca-

pacity during the coming year.

That all unfinished business be refer-

red to the Mission Council. That inas-

much as an amount of money has already

been provided from a private source to

provide a vacation for our Treasurer, Dr.

Bishop, that a month 's vacation be

granted and then any amount necessary

in excess of that contributed be appro-

priated from our treasury.

Dr. E. G. Coffin tendered his resigna-

tion as a member of the Board as follows

:

Afer two years of delightful fellowship

with you in the work of the Board, I feel,

in consideration of the manner of my
election and the changed conditions since,

under obligation to place my resigna-

tion from the Board at your disposal.

The same to become effective at such time

as may best faciliate vour plans in select-

ing my successor. The reasons are as

follows:

1 I was elected by the board largely

because at that time I was near to the

place of the Board meeting and easily

available for the Mission Council. This

has since been changed.

2. The expenses involved in travel to

the Board meetings, with the additional

fact that our eastern interests are already

represented by a member elected by the

Convention.

3. I am of the opinion that some one

whose co-operation can be more cimplete

will excel myself in usefulness to the

Board.

The following was adopted : That in the

matter of the resignation of Rev. F. G.

Coffin, D. D. we deem it unadvisable for

him to leave this Board and we defer-

entially decline to accept his resignation.

Several amendments to the Mission

Board Mannuel were made and the for-

mer committee, the Foreign, Home and

Rcording Secretaries, were directed to

draft regulations and rules for the

"Church Building Fund" and then pro-

ceed with the publication of the new
manuel.

That we express our thanks and appre-

ciation of the hospitality extended to the

members of the Mission Board by the

Dayton friends who have with such kind-

ness opened their homes to us.

SUFFOLK LATTER.

I left Suffolk Monday December 2nd

at 10:45 A. M., via Norfolk, for Chicago

where "The Federal Council of the

churches of Christ in America" is in ses-

sion December 4-9. I am a delegate to

this "Council "from the American Chris-

tian Convention, Revs. Drs. J. F. Burnett,

0. W. Powers, M. T. Morrill, and J. P.

Barrett are also here as delegates. To

our regret Rev. Drs. Martyn Summerbell,

W. D. Samuel, and J. J. Summerbell are

absent. Only national church bodies send

delegates, and thirty-two, are affiliated

with this organization.

I may present a few of the facts which

will, in some measure, explain what the

"Federal Council" is and does. It is a

body that grew out of a universal con-

viction on the part of the various denom-

inations in this country that they ought

to reorganize and express Christian unitv

in order to add force and efficiency to

our common Christian work. Denom-

inations felt that cooperation had more

value than completion; that waste of en-

energ-v and understanding hinder prog-

ress in missionarv enterprises at home

and ahroad: that small localities often

have too many churches and laree places

too few: that some adinstments and con-

cessions might be made to prevent over-

larmino- in the interest of the kingrdom.

This feeling began to express itself in

local and state Federations and this finally

took shape in a nation-wide "Feder-

ation" of thirty-three denominations

representing- eighteen million communi-

cants. The first regular session was held

in Philadelnhia in 1908, preliminarv

meeting having- hpen held in New York in

1005. The meetings are now quadrennial

and this meeting1

is the second regular ses-

son. Bisbon E. R. Hendricks of the

Methodist Church. South, and of "Kansas

Pity has been President for four years;

his successor was Rev. Dr. Shailer Mat-

thews. Dean of the Divinity School of

Chicaeo University. The ratio of rep-

resentation is four delegates from each

of the constituent denominations, and

one additional delegate for each fifty

thousand members. This makes a

membership of some four hundred and

fifty or a body about the size of the Con-

gress of the United States: and I pre-

sume it would not be wrong to remark

that, as a whole, it represents more brain

and manhood than that congress body. Tt

is not small honor, therefore, to be a

member of the "Federal Council." There

is no pay or salary, but the honor is

equal to that of Congressman. Bishops,

Presidents of Colleges and Seminaries,

Editors, Lawyers, Secretaries of church

Boards, pastors of all ranks and localities

make up a body of men who represent

actually a fifth of the population of the

United States and potentially more than

half of the population..

The power of the Council is advisory

and cooperative only; but it has commit-

tees on Home and Foreign Missions

Family life; Sunday observance; Liter-

ature and Education; Church and Social

Service; Peace and Arbitration; and

Evangelism. These and other committees

maike studies and surveys of the whole

field and the Council is moving toward

a united front and forward movement

in all the great undertakings of Chris-

tianity. James A. Macdonald, LL. D.,

Editor of the "Globe." Toronto, Canada,

delivered a powerful address on "For-

ward Movements of the Churches" on

Thursday night in Orchestra Hall. Vice

President elect Thomas R. Marshall of

Indiana is a member of the Council and

made a great speech last night.

The fraternal feeling, the unanimity

of sentiment, the earnest desire to ad-

vance the interest of the Kingdom, the

equality of denominations, the necessity

for cooperation to do the big things to

met the demands of this ag-e, make the

spirit of the meeting as sweet and cordial

as if it were a single denomination.

The meeting's are held in the Assem-

bly Hall of the La Salle Hotel.

ELON COLLEGE LETTER.
Nine years ago this June Elon College

listened to a masterful baccalaurate ser-

mon from Dr. J. J. Summerbell. That

message won for him a large place in the

hearts of our people ,so that bis promised

visit to us for Dee. 4-6 to conduct an In-

stitute on Campbellism was looked for-

ward to with singular pleasure. Nor was

a single bright anticipation unrealized

when the distinguished scholar and man
of God came.

The Institute was opened only to

ministers and ministerial students, the

only exception being' that the writer was
permitted to attend. Sixty three different

persons attended th e Institute of which

there were six sessions of two and one-

half hours each, many friends cominsr

nearly three-hundred miles to enjoy the

intellectual, spiritual feast spread for

them.

The lectures disappointed some breth-

ren, who had expected a bitter denunci-

ation in controversial manner of the Dis-

ciples Church. They were given a dis-

t'nt shock in the introductory remarks,
in -which the speaker made a sensible

distinction between Oampbellism and
the Disciples Church, declaring that the

said he. And as the Institute pro-

gressed, tlio the follies of Campbellism

were laid bare with a master's grip, yet

it was done in such a gentle, winning

Christ-like manner that every individual

listener's heart was gripped, and the ar-

gument given all the greater powerful-

ness by reason of the gentleness with

which it was presented.

The speaker declared the thesis of the

lecturs to be. "That Campbellism is Re-

hellion toward Christ" and this thesis

lie gradually unfolded,
,
sweeping every

auditor with him, until all were ready

In chant "amen" to the climax of the

series which declared "That Campbellism

Leads to Sin."

A more logical assembling and arrang-

ing of the material treated in the lectures

could hardly be devised. After quoting

from Campbell himself the peculiar doc-

trines enunciated by him, the lecturer

examined each Biblical passage quoted by

Campbell as substantiating his position

and showed by invincible argument that

the passages did not bear him out. Then
followed Bible instances inconsistent

with Campbellism, which in turn was fol-

lowed by Bible texts refuting the doc-

trines advocated by him. Next came the

refutation by appeals to Scripture and
reason of the subsidiary fallacies of

Campbellism, the main doctrines, teach-

ing that the Gospel was not preached till

Pentecost and baptismal regeneration,

having already been properly pigeon-
holed among the puerilities of human
thought. Of these subsidiary fallacies

the writer noted thirteen separate and
distinct items, and every one of them
was exploded successfully and finally.

The grand finale of the series was en-
titled the "The Spiritual Effect of
Campbellism" in respect to which I can-
no' do better than quote the words respect-
ing it sent to one of the leading news-
papers of the State by its local correspon-
dent to this effect: "Campbellism leads
to sin" declared by J. J. Summerbell in
his concluding lecture before the Insti-
tute which began here Wednesday -at 3
P. M. "and it leads to sin becouse it sub-
stitutes w-H for living faith. It makes
People belie e they are saved when they
have been immersed, and this 'is folly
Salvation is cheap by its plan, merely the
added expense of a laundry hill for the
clofhimr dampened in the process. Tt and
Romanism are th e same at heart. Roman-
ism savs d„ penance for sin: Campbell-
ism savs he baptized and then commune
Pach Sunday. Such a church becomes a

dn\ hnt it i, t«n times as success-
ful in takinsr in numbers as any evaneel-
cal church, because of its not requiring
any change of heart for its members.

No man can have the intuitive know

lede-e of what Jesus must mean to women

accustomed only to see in men either her

tormentors, or, at best, her more-or-less

gentle master. Heathen women need to

hear from other women differentiated

only from themselves by the knowledge

of Jesus, all that His Gospel holds for

them of healing and blessing. It would be

well if female ministers to heathen women
could also be wives and mothers. The

saddest side of life to heathen women lies

in the awful sorrow of wifehood and

motherhood; but if there cannot always

be married missionaries to preach Jesus

to heathen women, then let them be sin-

gle women, to whom this precious work

is given, ask the Lord to bathe her soul in

such a realization of Himself, and such a

memory of the saintliest woman sufferer

she has known, that the woman to whom
she speaks shall realize that the one speak-

ing to her is not only the Savior of all

but has seen sorrows as deep as those of

her auditor, confronted and healed. If

you can go and tell the "story of Jesus

and His love," in the name of Jesus go

but whether you go or stay in your home
I beg you to pray as you never prayed

before for those "who sit in darkness

and in the shadow of death."

POPULAR SCIENCE.
This is the day of popular education

on the subject of sanitation.

The best method of combating dis-

ease is to prevent it.

Hence the necessity for the people to

be informed as to the nature and causes
of prevalent diseases.

Great progress has been made along
this line by informing people.

Typhoid, Dysentery, Malaria, Yellow
Fever and Tuberculosis are giving way
before popular education on sanitary
methods.
