seven divorce suits in the courts at no

distant date. Of all the money spent in

sheer folly, in simple senseless stupidi-

ty for misery and unhappiness this of

American heiresses for foreign title caps

the climax.

Fighting A Trust—Last Friday night a

i-aid was made on Russelville, Ky., by

"night riders" who burned and de-

stioyed $100,000 worth of property and

wounded three persons. Prior to this,

raids had been made by the "night ri-

ders" on two other towns, Princeton and

Hopkinsville which raids resulted in

larger financial losses than .the first

named, the dynamiting of several tobacco

warehouses and killing of several citi-

zens.

These three raids are I he culmination

of a series of events no less cruel and

tragic, save that they were confined to a

few individuals, which liave been exacted

in the tobacco belt of Kentucky now for

four or five years.

The people Avho grow the dark leaf to-

bacco in that state, and to a less degree

in Tennesee as well, formed themselves

into the Dark Leaf Growers Association

for the purpose of securing a better price

for their annual output of the weed. The

American Tobacco Company, it was

claimed, had practically run out of busi-

ness all competitiA^e buyers and was tak-

ing the dark leaf at practically its own

figures. The only recourse left the grow-

ers was to organize and fight the Trust.

From the time the Association was

formed till now there has been a fight.

And the most unenviable record of blood

and destruction has been written. Hun-

dreds of farmers who failed or refused to

enter the Association had their plant

beds trampled and destroyed at night

those who sold their crops, instead of

holding till an appointed time were whip-

ped by night raiders and the remainder

of their crop ruined or burned in the or-

dering rooms: and homes, whose owners

would not join the Association, have

been shot into, when the heads of the

families were absent, and their women
and children ^ften injured and intimi-

dated. This i nbrief will give the reader

some idea of the feud and feeling whose

culmination is the night raid on Princeton,

Hopkinsville and Russelville, towns of

of between 4,000 and 10,000 inhabitants.

This is one of the bitterest, most deadly

and desperate fights of organized labor

against organized capital ever waged in

this country. The mob spirit has been

aroused and bad blood has gained the as-

cendency.

Let it be said, once for all, that the

war spirit is not that in which our com-

mercial and industrial difficulties shall

be settled. This spirit does but aggra-

vate, and makes bad matters worse. It

EIGHTEENTH LETTER.
Kinkade, New Zealand, 30, 3, 2908.

My Dear Grandson,

In a previous letter, showing you how

the people of 1907, in the barbarous re-

public called the United States, (though

some of the people had nominally accept-

ed Christianity,) still worshiped the

heathen god, Jupiter, and the goddess,

Juno, I did not mention (at least with

emphasis), that they even worshiped

other gods of the Romans. But they

named the very planets of the solar sys-

tem from the Roman gods: Mercury,

Mars, Saturn, Neptune, etc. Their works

on astronomy will corroborate this state-

ment. In fact, the people of that age

were so corrupt that they honored the

Roman goddess of love, by naming one

of the planets after her: Venus.

Also their botanists used her name
much in their so-called science.

And still more than that:—As if to

proclaim to future generations their ad-

herence to her religious service, though

they professed to have embraced Chris-

tianity, in the very frescoes on the walls

of liieir church-buildings they had pic-

tures of the dove descending. All schol-

ais know that the Romans and Greeks

held the dove sacred to Venus, or Aphro-

dite. The conclusion is inevitable; that

the Christians of 1907 worshiped Venus.

In some of the frescoes, so far as they

escajred the tremendous heat of 1957,

tlieie is pictured above the descending

dove a cloud; and above the cloud may
be seen an aged face; presumably Jupi-

tei', or possibly Mais. But that it is ei-

ther we have no positi\e proof. But the

placing of the dove in the frescoes of

tbeir church audience rooms clearly

l)()ints, by "the historical method," to

the worship of Venus in these buildings.

\\ lietber Jupiter was also worhiped is

s:)inewhat uncertain, for his face is not

found in some of the frescoes. Possibly

his worship was gradually disappearing;

so that in some of the churches his dig-

nified face appeared in some of the fres-

coes, while in others it was discarded;

though the physicians, as I pi'oved in my
fifth letter, by their prescriptions, clear-

ly recognized his sovereignty.

We also found some of their "family

Bibles," in which, to this day, are clear-

ly discernible the pictures of the descen-

ding do\'e. Hence, her worship was not

only public, but private. It was an

astonishing revelation of the persistence

of a false religion, when it harmonized

with tlie exercise of human passions.

It is possible that tue woiship of Ve-

nus may have come down through the

ages from the woiship of Ashtaroth by

the Hebrews (so often denounced bitter-

ly by their prophets), Astarte by the

Phoenicians, and Aphrodite by the

Greeks.

The woiship of Venus in family

life in 1907 is sup|)0sed to ac-

count for the licentiousness of that

age in America.

There is one difficulty with this inter-

pretation, that has been pointed out by

ordiiiaiy Bible readers of our time; who

maintain that the dove in these i^ictures

has no reference whatever to Venus, the

Roman goddess of love, nor to anything

heathen, but to the Holy Spirit; that it

is the form in which the Holy Spirit de-

scended at the baptism of Jesus, in order

to be visible to Jesus and to human

eyes. And they contend that to suggest

that the dove in the picture of 1907 re-

fers to Venus or Ashtaroth is offensive,

even in our lime, 2908, when we have

wholly ceased to make pictures of divine

beings.

But such explanation reveals the ignor-

ance of its advocates: for it is definitely

admitted that the people of 1907 regard-

ed the Holy Spirit as divine. If so, they

would not make pictures of the dove : for

many of these pictures are printed in Bi-

bles containing the writings of IVToses,

forbidding the making of likenesses in

connection with worship.

The only difficulty connected with this

refutation of the theory, that the dove in

the Bible pictures and the church fres-

coes refers to the Holy Spirit, (as most

people not critics contend,) is the fact

that the people of that age were not sub-

missive to the law of Moses, as is indi-

cated by their eating the flesh of slaugh-

tered swine.

Besides our higher critics' view, that

the pictures of the dove refer to the wor-

ship of the goddess Venus, receives some

corroboration in the fact that there were

in many places in the country great buil-

dings called nunneries, whose inmates

were forbidden by their sacred vows to

marry or have any association with tlie

male sex. This proves that the worship

of Venus was in the minds of the people;

though in a somewhat negative form. No
doubt further investigation of the ruins

of the period will reveal some buildings

where the worship of Venus was in the

minds of the people in the affirmative

form, as well as in the churches and pri-

vate houses. It is also possible that the

nunneries of the year 1907 may have

some relation to the temples of the ves-

tal virgins of the ancient Romans. But

I do not incline to this view, for it has

been set forth by some ministers who re-

ject many of the conclusions of the high-

er critics. That is sufficient to con-

demn it.

I admit that we have no history, or

historical statement, of any witness, sup-

posed to have lived in the year 1907, to

the theory that the worshipers adored

the goddess Venus; but the "historical

method" compels us to accept the the-

ory, and we must be true to it.

In this I follow in the footsteps of the

djistiiiguished higher critic of 1907,

Budde, of Marburg, who, in his woik,

"Religion of Israel," stated a theory of

the evolution among the Hebrews of

the knowledge of Jehovah, and then fol-

lowed it with the admission. "To be

sure, neither the law, nor the historical

nairatives, nor prophets, say a word

of all this," But he contends that it

is true; thus evincing the spirit of many
of the higher critics of that age, who

often regarded their own imagination

as far more reliable than acient records.

In my next letter I will quote the

^"ery words of one of the most distin-

g^iished higher critics of 1907, one of

the most prominent Protestant denom-

inational readers suggesting that he
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was uncertain whether he ought not to

worship the Roman gods; and in his

great periodical he did publish hymns
of praise to them.

WHERE LINEN IS MADE.

Theie is nothing prettier than a field

of Irish flax in full bloom. The stems
are about thirty inches high says a wri-

ter in "Truth." They ai'e very slender

and of a pale green.

On each stem is a flower in an ex-

quisite ton e of blue; something between

a corn-flower and a forget-me-not. The
little flower is not of a very rol)ust con-

stitution. The petals soon fall, and then

a seed pod forms which, when gi\ en time

to do so, produces <|uantities of what we
call linseed ("Ihin" is the Celtic name
for flax). But when the flax is grown for

the manufacturer of linen it is pulled up
before the seed has had time to mature.

After having been exposed to the air

for a few days the flax is laid in water,

and during the fortnight that this process

lasts the odious smell with which it fills

the offended air is of a remai'kal)ly i)ow-

erful character.

As the local guides say: "Sure it's

just the flax fermintin'. It's a pawerful

smell entirely, but theie's no danger in

it, glory be to God. '

'

The soaking makes it easy to seperate

the sraw from the fibre by bruising itbe-

tween the rollers and then suspending it

through an opening in the top of a ma-

chine in which a horizontal shaft with

wooden blades revolves at the rate of 250

times a minute. Parted forever are the

fibie, flax and the straw, now tow.

Next comes the spinning into, yarn

(lone in immense mills, and fatei- that the

yarn is woven into fabric itself. Finally

Climes the hieeching. when the linen is

laid (lut on llu' green field to be whiten-

ed by the rain and sun and wind.

Not long ago a boy in JNew York

robbed his mother and actually beat her

because she would not give him _money

with which to buy cigai-ettes. Every little

while we see accounts in newspapers all

over the country of all kinds of petty

thefts and misdemeanois which boys com-

mit to satisfy the cigarette mania.

Another New York City magistrate

says: "Yesterday I had before me thir-

ty-fi\'e boy prisoners. Thirty-three of

them were confirmed cigarette s.-uokers.

To-day from a reliable source. I have

made the gi'ewsome discovery that two

of the largest cigarette manufacturers

soak their product in a weak solution of

opium. The fact that out of thirty-five

jji'isoners thirty-three smoked cigarettes

might seem to indicate some direct con-

nection between cigarettes and crime.

And when it is announced on authority

that most cigarettes are doped with opi-

um, this connection is not hard to under-

stand. Opium is like whisky—it creates

an increasing appetite that grows with

what it feeds upon. A growing boy who
lets tobacco and opium get a hold t.pon

his senses is never long in coming under

the domination of whisky, too. Tobacco

i the boy's easiest direct road to whisky.

When opium is added, the young man's

diance of resisting the combined forces

and escaping physical, mental and moral

harm is slim, indeed." Young men of

great natural ability, everywhere, some

of them in high positions, are con stantly

losing their grip, deteriorating, dropping

back, losing their ambition, their push,

their stamina, and their energy, because

of its deadly hold upon them.

A man died in a Minnesota Stale in-

stitution not long ago, who, five years he-

fore had been one of the most promising

young physicians of the West. "Still un-

der thirty years at the time of his com-

mitment to the institution," says the

account of his story, "he had al-

ready made three discoveries in nervous

diseases that had made him looked up tc.

in his profession. But he smoked cigar-

ettes—smoked incessantly. For a long-

time the effects of the habit wei'e not ap-

parent on him. In fact, it was not until

a patient died on the operating table un-

der his hands, and the young doctor went

to pieces, that it became known that he

v,-as a victim of the paper pipes. But

then he had gone too far. He was a wreck

in mind as well as in body, and he en-
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tied his days in a maniac's cell."

Anything' which impairs one's success

cai)ital, which cuts down his achieve-

ment and makes him a possible failure

when he might have been a grand success,

is a crime against himself. Anything

wliich benumbs, the senses, deadens the

sensibilities, dulls the mental faculties,

and takes the edge off one's ability, is a

deadly enemy, and there is nothing else

which effects all this so quickly as the

cigarette.

(if advancement, of achievement. Leading

biisiness firms all over the country have

l)iu the cigarette on the prohibited list.

In Detroit alone, sixty-nine merchants

have agreed not to employ flie cigarette

user. Ill Chicago, Montgomery Ward and

Company, Hibbard, Spenser and Bar-

left, and some of the other large concerns

have prohibited cigarette smoking among
all employes under eighteen years of age.

Marshall Field & Co. and the Morgan &
Wright Tire Company have this rule:

"No cigarettes can be smoked by

our employees." One of the questions

on the ajiplicatiou blanks at Wanama-
ker's reads: "Do you use tobacco or cig-

arettes ? '

'

If there is anything the youth should

regard as sacred and should preserve in-

tact at all hazards, as it affects his future

more than anything else, it is his will

power, and this is affected very early in

the cigarette smoker, so that he finds

himself a slave of a practice which was

once absolutely within his own volition.

First Quarter Lesson TI January 12,1908.

JESUS AND JOHN THE BAPTIST
John 1 : 19—34.

Golden Text: Behold, the Lamb of

God that taketh away the sin of the

worid ! John 1 :29.

This narrative of John refers to what

occurred about fifteen miles southeast

of the sea of Galilee, whither he had

gone after the baptism of Jesus. Jesus

was returning from the wilderness temp-

tation and approaching where John

had been teaching the people that he

was not himself the Messiah nor one

of the prophets.

At Jesus' approach John stops and

pointing directly to him cries out "Be-
hold the Lamb of God."

John the Baptist, was the son of

Zacharias, the priest and Elizabeth and

was born six months before our Lord.

The success of his preaching had attract-

ed the attention of the priest and Levites

whose Sanhedrin had delegated a body

to meet this man and obtain his tes-

timony of himself. He answeres them

"I am a voice crying in the wildreness.

"

-John seems to fully posess three essen-

tial qualifications of a successful

preacher of the gospel, viz. sincerity,

positiveness and simplicity.

John the Baptist's claimwas not that

he had any power to forgive sin but to

point to Him who could. That is all the

best teacher or preacher can do. Exper-

ience the truth of the power of the Gos-

pel yourself and walk in the light of that

truth then you can testify "I have seen

and have borne witness."

So John breathes the fervor of his own
redeemed soul and the tenderness of his

own conquered and changed life into this

Gospel.

There is no other book that equals this

in exalting the Christ. From then till

now no mortal else has succeded in plac-

ing a character on as sublime pinnacle as
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this on which John places the Sou of

Man, the Messiah of God. In all the

realms of literature St. John 's gospel has

no superior.

As to the authenticity of the Fourth

Gospel Smith's Dictionary of the Bible

has these wonderfully suggestive data

:

"There is no intrinsic improbability

in the early tradition as to the occasion

and scope of this Gospel, which is most

fully related in the Commentary of Theo-

dore of Mopsuestia, to the effect that

while St. John lived at Ephesus and vis-

ited all parts of Asia, the writings of

Matthew, Mark, and even Luke, came in-

to the hands of the Christians, and were

diligently circulated everywhere. (Pre-

\'iousIy the accounts of the Life and

Teaching of Our Lord, recited at the

weekly meetings, were oral, and repeated

v.'ith the most . scrupulous accuracy and

leiteration, varying only according to

to source and the recollection of different

independent Apostles and disciples.)

Then it occurred to the Chfistians of Asia

that St. John was a credible witness above

all others, forasmuch as from the begin-

ning, even before Matthew, he was with

the Lord, and enjoyed more abundant

grace through the love which the Lord

bore to him. And they brought him the

books, and sought to know his opinion

of them. Then he praised them for their

viracity and said that a few things had

been omitted by them, and that all but

a little of the teaching of the most im-

portant miracles was recorded. And he

added, that they who dicourse of the

coming of Christ in the flesh, ought not

to omit to speak of His Divinity, but in

course of time men who are used to sucli

discourses might suppose that Christ was

only what He appeared to be. (All the

three Evangelists had, of course, taught

the Divinity of Christ, but they had not

spoken at length about it.) Therefore

the brethren exhorted him to write at

once the things which he judged most im-

portant for instruction, and which he

saw omitted by the others. And he did so.

And, therefore, from the beginning he

discoursed about the doctrine of Divin-

ity of Christ, judging this to be the nec-

essary beginning of the Gospel, and from

it he went on to the Incarnation "

NO MAN LIVETH TO HIMSELF.

We live in the esteem and respect of

' others. Withdraw that esteem, kill that

respect, and one commits suicide. With-

in these few weeks, while the money pan-

ic was on, not a few bankers have com-

mitted suicide. (For be it remembered

that this panic struck the banks and

bankers first and hardest.) WTiile there

was commercial prosperity these unfor-

tunate fellows deemed themselves strong,

and as such enjoyed the esteem and re-

spect of business friends and depositors.

When i-everses came these same fellows

found condemnation instead of approval,

ill-will and disfavor instead of re-

spect and esteem. That wherein they

lived had been withdrawn—and their life

was a burden. No man liveth to himself.

On an economic principle this is true

also. The dollar in your pocket depends

entirely for its worth and value on how

much others esteem and value that dol-

lar. If none desire it, none esteem oi- ad-

mire it, you might as well have so much

of rock or clay. The worth of your dol-

lar depends upon your neighbor's esteem

and admiration. To Robinson Crusoe, on

an island to himself where there was

none to want or admire, dollars were nf

less worth than stubble.

It will ever hold. Christianity is work-

ing to make life valua'^k* and fellowship

possible. In this effort it is increasing

respect for others and esteem for each

and all. As such the world of trade and

commerce enjoys its worth and feels its

weight.

Do not think that your neighbor caie?*

naught for your esteem. He does. He
lives and moves and has his being in

that as in God.

Where Credit Is Due.—The Boston Her-

ald says: "The publication of a list of

business firms and employers, including

the city of Cambridge, the Boston Ele-

vated Railway Company and the Boston

and Maine Railroad, which have agreed

to give preference to abstainers from in-

toxicants when employing laborei's, is a

sign of the times. This particular move-

ment seems to have been guided by one

of the best known of the Cambridge Ro-

man Catholic priests. The two strong-

est forces making against intemperance

today are the teachings of the schools

and the teachings of business experi-

ence.

Which is a very fine statement and ac-

counts for much. But it is incomplete.

Did you ever notice that when a move-

ment was well on foot and attractino;-

much attention that those who initiated

the movement and gave it impetus when
most needed are ignored or lost sight of.

It is so in this instance.

Let it be said that the one force behind

the temperance movement in Americe

above all other forces, and the one that

has done more than all combined is the

Church—the churches of the protestant

denominations. These preached temper-

ance and plead for temperance and agi-

tated temperance and showed the awful

2Sc a.id C'ic a boHle ai DruiS S.ores

Perhaps you have heard people say

that religious papers are not what they

used to be, and that religious journalism

is a very different" proposition" to-day

from what it was twenty years ago.

When people talk that way, they mean
either that religious journalism is deca-

dent, or that there is no longer a great

field for it, or both. Are they right?

Let us try to base an oponion upon
something better than hearsay, and look

at certain facts.

Twenty years ago there were 581 re-

ligious periodicals in the United States.

Five years ago t' n-e were 836; three

years ago there were 818 ; last year there

were 809 ; this year .there are 804. These

figures include quarterlies, monthlies and

weeklies. Twenty years ago, four of the

581 religious papers had a circulation

of 100,000 01- over. Today, thirty- six of

the 804 have an average circulation of

100,000 or over. Of thisthirty-six, it is

possi! le to trace from published reports

in N. W. Ayer and Son's American

Newspaper Annual, the varying circit-

lations of twenty-six during the last few

years. Nine of the twenty-six have a

smaller circulation to-day than tliey had

at one time or another dtiring the last six

years ; seventeen show their largest cir-

culation to-day.

In other words, the total number of re-

ligious papers to-day is almost half as

large again as it was twenty years ago.

The 100,000 class to-day is nine times as

large as it was twenty years ago. Less

than one per cent of the religious papers

of twenty years ago circulated one hun-

dred thousand copies ; four and a half per

cent of the much larger number to-day

have that circulation. And the largest

circulation to-day is seven times as large

as the largest of twentw years ago. These

facts do not look as though the field of

the religious paper had disappeared yet.

But tiie total number of religious papers

has been slightly decreasing in the last

five years.

We can set it down that religious pa-

pers are not in the business of entertain-

ment, though many legitimate secular

papers are. The religious paper can

make little appeal to the lighter or the

purely secular side of people's interests

and sensibilities; in any such attempt it

is wholly outclassed by the journalism

that finds a chief field there. But it has

a clear title to the field of the deepest in-

terests of men and women. And this

field will go out of existence when the

art of reading and the Kingdom of God

are done away with. Not before—S .S.
