Making a Home.—I believe it was

Lyman Abbott—he may not have been

the first—who said, "Man can build a

house: it takes a woman to make a

home." Houses are easily built, made

of material, gross and heavy. Homes

are made of nobler stuff, more polished

and refined than Vermont marble or

Georgia granite. I am thinking of a

home now. It is just a cottage, low-

built, four roomed, uninviting from its

unpainted exterior. I have often won-

dered if the idle passers-by did not call

it a very ordinary house, a monotonous

and uninviting place to live. Well, then,

so much the worse, for the idle, and the

ignorant, passers-by.

Enter that home, my gentle, or un-

gentle reader, and, in all the name and

charm of wife's and mother's art and

instinct, you will declare that here is

a home. If the meal is simple, you will

avow, if you know your- tongue, that

you never tasted food of finer flavor.

If the chairs are well spent, wasted with

time and use, you will find them con-

venient, comfortable, restful. There are

no carpets on the floors, but soap and

sand have put to shame the weaver's

art and the planer's polished skill. The

hangings are plain and inexpensive, like

the linen on table and bed, but they

are, like these, as white and clean as

the drifted snow, and as inviting to the

heart as waving water lilies in spring.

Everything in that humble cottage bids

you welcome, invites you, if weary, to

take your rest and be at ease. The fam-

ily is as well ordered, in all its business

and bearing in the home, as is the fur-

niture about the room. A woman 's hand,

a wife's affection, a mother's heart, are

there. And these have transformed a

cottage into a palace, an unpretentious

dwelling into a place fit for a king to

dwell and reign. By all those graces

that go to make the heart glad, every

inconvenience has disappeared, been

swallowed up, before the charm of com-

fort an dthe warm glow of gracious

hospitality. Neither a cottage nor a pal-

ace makes a home. There must be gen-

uine hearts and sincere hands there. The

queenliest souls in all this earth are

those who from their surrouudings, great

or small, know how to make a home

—

and make it.

I caught this sentence from a mind

of my thinking, in a recent editorial of

The Youth's Companion, "If there is

one gift that comes more directly from

heaven than any other womanly attri-

bute, it is the instinct for making a

home; first in the inner, finer qualities,

the sense of peace and fulness and order

that should prevail in every household;

next in the framing of these virtues,

their harmonious expression in outward

and visible signs.

An Up-to-date Organized Sunday-school

Belonging to the Memorial Chris-

tian Temple, Norfolk, Va.

What makes our school a genuine suc-

cess? A Cradle Roll Department, a

Primary Department, a Junior Depart-

ment, an Intermediate Department, a

Senior Department, a Baraca Class, a

Philathea Class, an Organized Brother-

hood Bible Class, a Home Department,

a Messenger Service and a Teacher-

Training Class.

The question is frequently asked if

there is not danger of overorganizing. I

will let the inquirer answer this ques-

tion after he has gone with me over the

situation, referring to our school as a

school that is thoroughly organized.
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Our Cradle Roll is a successful one,

an energetic lady is superintendent. It

comprises all babies from birth to three

years of age and then they are enrolled

with the main school. All members of

this department are remembered on

their birthdays and at other special

times. Baby Day is observed once a

year. It is the means of winning par-

ents to the school, of getting mothers

to become members of the Home De-

partment. In many cases these parents

were not members or attendants at any

church service. Does this pay"?

The Beginners' Department is an im-

portant factor. Here the trained leader,

a lady, takes the children when they

first enter the school and trains them in

a kindergarten way, preparing them for

the next department, the Primary. In

the Primary Department they are taught

the Scriptures and are drilled in a spe-

cial scriptural dril and taught songs,

etc. From this department they go to

the Intennediate where they receive

training for the Junior Department.

Thus we lead them on step by step un-

til they are ready for the Senior De-

partment. Graduation exercises are

held at promotion time for each depart-

ment.

Note the fact, that each department

must do its specific work and no two de-

partments try to work along the same

line. Good judgment as to the use of

pins and various other little tokens for

special work done by the scholar will

add greatly to the interest and enthusi-

asm.

The Philathea class is a large one, do-

ing efficient work; the social life and

the enthusiasm among the young ladies

keeps them active in the school, and

training workers for special aims.

The Baracas are working earnestly to

keep up their attendance and interest.

A hustlers' committee makes a round

every Sunday morning to get the tardy

ones out. This is a successful plan. Af-

ter they have trained one to get there

on time they go after another and so on.

High percent, of attendance is attained.

The Baracas and Philatheas are making
the social life count for their classes.

The Brotherhood Bible Class is an or-

ganized class among older men, "Men
Working for Men" is their motive.

The Home Department is conducted

by enthusiastic workers along modern
lines, in a business-like way. This de-

partment, though young is destined to

ibring great results to the school and

church. The New Movement Home De-

partment plans by David C. Cook Pub-

lishing Co. were used in organizing this

work and it proves to he among the best

available. Our people are glad to have

the opportunity of being'' a member of

the school in this way and are respond-

ing- nobly.

The Messenger Service, organized

last year, has proven a great help to our

school and meant a great saving at

times. Every Sunday these boys carry

messages to the pupils who could not at-

tend school and perform other duties

for the school and church.

The Teacher Training Class meets ev-

ery Tuesday evening and has an enroll-

ment of about thirty. The pastor eon-

ducts the study.

The school makes much of the "Red
Letter Days" and seeks to keep in

touch with all modern methods advo-

cated by the Sunday School World, The

Sunday School Executive, etc.

Each of the above classes is thor-

oughly organized in a business-like way

and each has its individual work to per-

form, using care not to proceed along or

take up the same line of work ; but each

using its influence and talent to accom-

plish something for the upbuilding of

the Kingdom.

We cannot overorganize, but we can

organize and then not work. This

means a complete failure, which some of

us term overoiganization. I know that

our school is not overorganized, but, if

the workers or leaders should become

lazy, then our organized classes would go

to pieces and the outside world would

say it was overoiganization, while the

fact of the whole matter would be that

we failed to do our duty, our whole du-

ty, to make the organized class a suc-

cess. The Temple's organized class

work is doing things that count.

I wanted to

know what the per capita contributions

were in each Conference for Home and

Foreign Missions. After considerable

prodding, 1 finally secured the follow-

ing information : Eastern Va. Conf.

seemed to lead with $0.77+. Then

came Va. Valley Central with .19—; Ga.

and Alabama, .18+; North Carolina and

Va., .18+; Alabama, .15+; W. N. C,

12+ ; E. N. C, .10+. I felt almost indig-

nant at the answer, for I thought surely

there must be a mistake s > newhere. I

argued that the South was surely ahead

on Missions so far as our people were

concerned, for I knew of several people

giving large sums, and several churches

quite active in missionary work, so I

asked what the total was so far as re-

vealed by the records. "$6,781.69",

was the answer. To raise this sum, it

seems there were 19,842 people. The re-

cord did not say, but I suspect that some

of them did not lift very hard to raise

it. Dividing among them all, I found

each one was allowed to lift a fraction

over 34 cents. I saw that the people in

the E. Va. Conf. had lifted about two

ami one-fourth times that amount, so I

questioned still further. Now some peo-

ple may think 1 am having a great deal

to say about these things, and that I am
saying some things which they would be

glad to have me leave unsaid. Quite a

number of churches seem to have adopt-

ed the weakly (not weekly) offering

plan. Their offerings were so pitiably

small that I did not think myself war-

ranted in going to the expense of wear-

ing the point of my pencil out trying to

figure their per capita contributions;

IMPRESSIONS OF THE LAYMEN'S

One of the most attractive and far-

reaching features in the Laymen's Mis-

sionary Movement Convention in Greens-

boro was the spirit of Christian unity

through out the entire convention.

The spirit of missions and the spirit

of Christian unity is one and the same.

The great question of missions has taken

hold upon our people witli such keen-

ness as was never known before. The

like has never been seen. One great

man said, '
' This is the first generation

since the creation of the world that

God's will is beginning to be accomplish-

ed and the church is tilling its mission."

Behold, we live in the dawn of the

greatest possibilities, yea, this is the

morning of the electric age, and philan-

thropic period of the world. The deep

spirit of misions has brought about pos-

sibilities that rise up before us in the

opening up of all nations of earth for

the gospel of Christ. It seems that the

w hole world is now calling for the gos-

pel and the spirit of Christian unity is

being centered on the evangelism of the

world in this generation.

B I have found this plan to be very

i| helpful in my churches (and they are

k banner churches). I just preach on mis-

" sions, showing the need of a broader

view of misions, and the great respon-

sibility resting upon us if we withhold

the gospel from the heathen. Organized

missionary rallies, all-day services, read-

ing essays, addresses on missions, and

taking offerings and pledges are also a

part of my method. Special prayer-

meetings for missions are necessary for

successful missionary work. Earnest

prayer must underlie all successful re-

ligious work.

I find it more difficult in the country

churches to make weekly offerings than

in the city ; but they can lay it aside and

make it monthly. Another difficulty in

the country churches is that our people

do not command the money that our

town people do. Farmers sell their crops

when they are ready for market, while

the clerk, merchant, and those who la-

bor in the city are usually paid off Sat-

urday evening . We must work to meet

the best ends of the conditions of our

people. We must study our people and

their conditons and use the best methods

for the best interest at each place, as

there is no one scientific method that

will suit all conditions and peoples.

of Virginia was the only State Uni-

versity on this continent that did not

is some way represent the co-educational

In expressing his belief in the higher

education of women, Dr. Alderman paid

the gentler sex a beautiful tribute. He
said: "It is a platitude to say that a

cultivated woman is the core of any civi-

lization.
'

'

Dr. Alderman is one of the most elo-

quent and brilliant orators on this con-

tinent and the entire South is proud of

his position among American educators.

This makes it embarrassing to even ques-

tion the soundness of his position on

any educational utterance; yet his po-

sition in this the address from which

the above is quoted, is so glaringly il-

logical and untenable that I may be

pardoned if I venture to call attention

to his statements. The Doctor admits

that the University is the head of the

free public school system, and said:
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' The University of Virginia without the

elementary schools would be like an elec-

tric bulb without the power, and vice

versa." Once grant that the University

and the public schools unite to consti-

tute one system, and you must, logical-

ly, grant females ecjual privileges in the

University or deny females the privileg-

es of the elementary' schools. By all

the natural and moral rights of the race

education provided by the State should

be open to all. By what principles of

justice a great State can appropriate

a hundred thousand dollars to support

a free school for her sons and make no

provision for her daughters we search

in vain for reason. Widows with daugh-

ters are taxed to support a University

to educate young men whose fathers

are yet living. Admit women or do not

call the University a part—yea the head

—of the public school. Why should

the Virginia University be the only Uni-

versity on this continent to exclude wom-
en'? Why will a University admit foot-

ball and exclude women. By all the

laws of right women are entitled to the

same privileges as men in all State

Institutions. Their exclusion is a relic

of ages before the Christian era when all

her rights were ignored.

Again the Doctor says: "A cultivated

woman is the core of any civilization."

That is a brilliant statement and no

doubt literally true. If this statement

is true, all the advancement in civili-

zation would support the expediency of

opening all the doors of culture to wom-
en, unless civilization prefers to extract

the "core," the "heart," from human
progress. Woman has never had a fair

chance in the field of education until

the last half of the 19th Century. Had
it not been for private and church

schools, she would have been greatly re-

stricted in educational opportunities

even the last fifty years. If she is such

a valuable asset in Christian civilization

why close the doors against her improve-

ment ?

State Normal Schools have done some-

thing for woman in the way of prepar-

ing her to teach and then expect her

teach for less pay than men. Woman
has had to fight her way into her rights,

to educate herself, and then has taken

her place as the most potent factor in

human advancement.

In fact I cannot see why a State

should levy a tax and found a Home for

Old Confederate soldiers and have their

wives and the widows of Confederate

soldiers, who died on the field, to look

out for themselves. Why not have a

Home for helpless Confederate women
as well as for helpless men ? Who ever

beard of a "Bazaar for Confederate

women?" When will educators and

statesmen meet out even justice and

equitable treatment to men and women?
Many a poor Confederate woman is

now sitting in an old chair in a lonely

cabin, old, infirm, needy, dreaming of

those sad days when her husband and

sons "volunteered" and went to the

front, never to return. It may be that

she has a small pension from the State,

but no Home has been provided for her,

and no honor has been bestowed upon

her, though she gave all to the "Lost

Cause." God pities her and He has a

crown set with many stars for her

worthy head, and she is waiting for that

Coronation Day. W. W. Staley.

HOME MISSIONS.
*Our Home Field.

This means the territory embraced

within the boundary lines of the Confer-

ence, or at most the entire territory of

our homeland, the United States. Since

we have have undertaken the work of

Convention Home Missions, which in-

cludes the wider fields of our national

domain, the discussion of this subject

at this time would seem to be restricted

to Home Mission work under the auspic-

es of the Conference idea.

1. Is there a demand for such work*?

A correct knowledge of the spiritual

conditions of the field will enable us

to answer this question authoritatively.

There are doubtless many communities

where church privileges are not enjoyed

by the people.

Towns and cities are growing up in

almost every direction. Increasing pop-

ulation increases the demand for more

church facilities. Churches are needed

today where they were scarcely thought

of ten years ago. Are we occupying

these places as Ave should ? Our com-

mission is to go into all the world. The

Master has given us a grand missionary

charter, which is more than justifica-

tion for our urging missionary work in

the home field as well as the foreign.

The last report on Home Missions to

this body frankly admits that nothing

practical is being done under the direc-

tion of the Conference, or at most but

very little. How is this to be changed?

I answer, a more aggressive policy must

be adopted hy our people with regard

to Home Mission work. There are fer-

tile fields that need to be developed. In-

tensive methods give the farmer ample

returns in larger harvests, so it is in

every sphere of human endeavor. We
must learn the lesson, and learn it early

and well, that we must adopt intensive

energetic methods if we are to succeed

in establishing our course and building

up churches either at home or abroad.

Our authority is complete. The Mas-
ter has said go. Duty here is plain.

Sacrifice may be required, as it is every-

where service is rendered. Sacrifice and
service are largely synonymous terms.

This is the only royal road to divine

honor. "If any man serve me, him will

my Father honor." We need to get

right down to business in the matter of

Home Mission work. Obedience to our

Lord makes our duty here imperative.

Every local church and congregation

should hold special clay services and con-

sider the theme, "God's goodness to us,

and our duty to others." First get

right with God ourselves by a proper

appreciation of His goodness; and a

sense of gratitude will impel us to act

beneficently towards others. We have

as much right to go forward and enter

the field as any others. We may have

to encounter some opposition, but what
of that, if our cause is just? The dis-

ciples become apostles, and Christians

must become missionaries. Listless indif-

ference is not in keeping with our com-

mission, nor commendable to our object.

It is the duty, as well as the privilege,

of the church to spread abroad. The au-

thority under which we act involves

heavenly blessings. The Master will see

to it that our service is honored. He
never gave a command without coupling

therewith a promise or assurance of re-

ward for prompt obedience. Let the

church, both pulpit and pew, become ful-

ly aglow with love and obedience to God,

and it will soon find something to do for

the advancement of His kingdom. Our
local Conferences are not able to keep

a mission secretary in the field all the

time, devoting his attention and efforts

exclusively to Home Mission work. This

woud take more money than is being

raised by the Conference for this pur-

pose. The next best thing to do is to

have each minister devote some part of

his time during each year to Home Mis-

sion work. If his time happens to be

filled with a regular charge for every

Sunday, then the churches of his charge

should have enough of the mission spirit

in them that they would willingly send

their pastor out in the field to do such

work, and cheerfully support him while

so engaged. The church that neglects

mission work is disregarding the express

orders of our Lord, and deserves only a

meager share of His blessings. Right

here Ave may find a solution for many
seemingly difficult church problems. How
many sermons on this subject of Home
missions have been preached by the min-

isters of the Conference during the past

year? Hoav many mission rally days

have been observed by the churches dur-

ing the same time? How many laymen

have done Home Missionary Sunday

school work? How many such schools

have been reported to this Conference?

It might be both interesting and helpful

to have such information before the

Conference. As a people Ave must be

up and doing, sacrificing and serving.

"If we sit still here we shall die," was

realized by the leprous men outside the

gates of Samaria thousands of years ago,

and I will add that such indifference and

inactivity deserves only to die. The view

of the authority, the commission, and

the opportunity given to us, and in the

light of our past history in regard to

Missions, is it not a wonder that we

have lived so long. The only mitigating

excuse that Ave can offer is Ave failed

to comprehend the full meaning of our

commission. But that excuse cannot be

plead as an excuse any longer. The home

field must be well cultivated. Begin at

Jerusalem, but continue there only to get

inspiration and courage to enter the

fields beyond. A good home field is ne-

cessary to furnish permanent support

for the foreign Avork.

The first claim upon us to enter the

mission field does not come for the des-

titute conditions that exist in remote

or foreign lands, or from the darkness

that surrounds thousands of our fellow-

beings that live in our native land, but

it comes from Our Lord's Command.
Christianity is aggressive in its opera-

tions, and Christians must be active in-

carrying the gospel to all Avho have not

yet received it. Waiting for the world

to come to Christ would seem more

pleasant, but it must be brought to Him.

Here we find an ever Avidening field for

service and Christian development and

gl'OAVtll.

The aim of all mission effort should

be to make disciples and followers of

Jesus of all men. It is not enough that

we go and live among those who know
not God. We must persistently teach

the doctrine of His kingdom. The truths

and principles upon which God's king-

dom rests, must be made known in or-

der to enter the lives of those to whom
we go, and Avhom we Avish to identify

as members of that kingdom.

The preaching and practicing of Chris-

tian principles is much needed at many
points that would not wish to be called

Mission points. Some of our older

churches might be built up in a higher

and holier faith and practice. Paul as

a Christian missionary visited the

churches, and wrote to them admonish-

ing them to be diligent in the Avork of

the Lord. The live, energetic church

member always feels willing to render

service for His Master. He feels proud
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of the privilege of advocating his Mas-

ter's kingdom. He has a feeling of

church pride that will lead to sacrifice

and support for his church. His heart,

mind, soul and strength all contribute

to its success. He is an appreciative

hearer in the congregation, that gives

inspiration to the pulpit service. Now,

if our purpose and our commission meet

in our aim to carry such a religion to

those who have it not, then with confi-

dence we should go forth to establish

our beloved Zion in localities not al-

ready occupied by others. The doctrines

of the Christian church and its form of

church organization, are easily commend-

ed to all intelligent people. We have

not grown in numbers in the past, be-

cause of a lack of the spirit of aggres-

sion in our work. Our Home Field has

not expanded because we have not gone

out into the regions beyond. This is ac-

counted for, in part at least, because

we have neglected to emphasize another

part of our commission, "teaching them

to observe all things whatsoever I have

commanded you." Mission converts and

mission churches must be taught the will

and commandments of Jesus. Trained

men and women make the most efficient

workmen. This applies equally to Chris-

tian and secular service. A novice is

generally a nuisance at anything. More
light, more love, and more loyalty, sup-

plemented by more money, will do much
towards the better development of our

Home Field.

! " I was tempted to say to myself

about a fellow traveler whom I had nev-

er spoken to, but who was strutting

about the deck in what seemed to me
a supercilious way.

"That man surely dislikes me," I

thought of another of my fellow passen-

gers. "He seems to avoid me, and

to keep out of my way when I should

like to be friendly."

What was my surprise to have him
sit down by my side the next day, and

express his warm and even affectionate

interest in me and my work ; and I found

that his offishness had been the result

of an almost morbid shyness, which had

made him think that I did not care to

talk with him.

' That girl is a giddy unbeliever,

flashy and crude, and caring only for

dress and display," was my involuntary

first thought of another, whose loud and

flippant word about a matter that I con-

sidered sacred had prejudiced me against

her.

But I was mistaken again, and found,

before long, that though her taste in

dress was poor and though she sometimes

said hasty and flippant things, she had

a sincere and warm heart, and was in

reality an earnest Christian.

I hope I have learned a lesson from

these uncharitable judgments—to know

persons before I form an opinion about

them, much more before I express it.

Another thing I have learned; and

that is, that in all probability the better

I know people, the better I shall like

them. Little surface angles and sharp

points will wear off with the attrition

of companionship. Little disagreeable

peculiarities will be understood and

overlooked, and we shall find that hate

and dislike at first sight are as unreli-

able as love at first sight, and that many
a prejudice, like beauty, is only skin-

deep.—C. E. World.

THE GLORY OF GOD.

The shekinah did not always dwell in

the temple. Only rarely did that light

appear that showed the presence of God
in his sanctuary. But long before the

glory of God filled the tabernacle, Mos-

es had seen it in the burning bush ; and

long after it had ceased to appear in the

temple, it descended upon the apostles.

It shone out upon Paul as he journeyed

to Damascus, and it shone into his heart

to give him the knowledge of the glory

of God. The shekinah has never left

the earth. It was a bold prayer that

Moses prayed when he said, "0 Lord,

I beseech thee, show me thy glory;" but

we have a right to pray it, for Christ

has promised that the pure in heart

shall see God. The soul that is cleansed

from pride, from selfishness, from all

alliance with evil is permitted to pass

through the darkness into the light in

which God dwells.

There is an ark over which the glory

always dwells. It contains God's cove-

nant, written by the finger of God. He
that receives it is not merely passive.

He must obey the voice that calls him

to the holy mount. The way is rugged,

but he must not turn back. The patli

leads through thick clouds and darkness,

but he must press on. The finger of

God writes word after word, engraving

upon the very heart. But every word

must be received, and strict and ready

obedience must make it a part of the

life. Then God writes the last word,

the perfection of the law, the sum of the

gospel, the seal of the covenant—Love.

Eternity is too short to learn it per-

fectly. "God only knows the love of

God." In its fulness it is the light that

no man can approach unto, the glory

that even the saints cannot look upon.

God leads his children gently into that

light.

It is the soul that sees. If there is

no light within, it is in vain that all

without is radiant with God's light. The

heavens still declare the glory of God.

Every star shines with a light that is

as truly divine as that which shone be-

tween the cherubim above the mercy

seat. Every night surrounds us with the

darkness in which God dwells as truly

as he dwells in the thick cloud that rest-

ed upon Sinai. Every sorrow and every

joy of life comes with some word of

God's covenant if we would only accept

and learn and heed the writing. But it

is in vain that God lets down about us

the curtains of His sanctuary if we pre-

fer the tents of wickedness; and it is in

vain that the sun rises, bringing to the

world about us the glory of God, if the

Sun of Righteousness has not first risen

in our hearts. The kingdom of God

must be planted within before we can

,be in touch with the great kingdom that

fills earth and heaven.

God's light may reveal strange things,

but its greatest blessing is the power it

gives to see the common things as they

are. Prophets have heard voices that

others cannot hear. Paul heard a voice

speaking distinctly when his compan-

ions only saw a light. But the voice of

God speaks usually within. It is a re-

sponse from the oracle that God has es-

tablished in the heart. It tells of little

things, of small duties, of the day's

journey. The story of the pillar of

cloud and of fire is the strangest of all

Bible stories. Did God send the angel

of the covenant to manifest himself in

such a visible form, and all to guide a

few wandering tribes in their journey

to a suitable camping ground and to

keep watch over them in their nightly

encampments? Why not? It is for

just such a journey that we need God's

guidance. It is enough for us that

prophets and apostles have seen the dis-

tant goal. We need (lie divine light,

but only to show us the way through the

little lives we must lead.—Nashville

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THE STRENGTH OF THE STRONG.

Himself took our infirmities and bare

our sicknesses. (Matt. 8:17. Golden text

for Sunday, March 6. A seven-minute

talk.)

When Isaiah, in the exercise of his

prophetic vision, looked down the ages

for a period of seven hundred years, he

pictured to himself, and painted for the

world, a Man. It was no ordinary de-

lineation. Isaiah painted the mightiest

Man that the power of prophecy could

create. The world, even then, had seen

enough of weaklings. The prophet of

God would portray the very strongest

of the strong. Hear him: "He hath

borne our griefs, and carried our sor-

roAvs; He was wounded for our trans-

gressions, he was bruised for our iniqui-

ties; and the Lord hath laid on Him the

iniquity of us all." Is not there a

heart for you '? one that carries a world 's

great grief, humanity's sighs and sor-

rows; the transgressions of all who have

disobeyed, and the scars of all who were

ever, or shall ever be, bruised by iniqui-

ty? I call that the world's stoutest

Heart, strongest Ann, bravest Soul. He
is the strongest of the strong.

When He took our infirmities and bore

our sicknesses, He swept the entire

realm of human imperfection. "Infir-

mities" are all those negative qualities

wherein and whereby men are imper-

fect; "sicknesses" are all those positive

ailments that human flesh and frailty

are attacked by. Lord Christ never per-

formed a miracle by the magician's art,

nor healed the sick by a physician's

craft or certificate. That Man of might,

majesty and mystery took into the cur-

rent of His own life the infirmity and

the disease of the needy one, and in re-

turn gave of His own power, life and

strength. Jesus the Christ healed the

leper, unstopped the ear of the deaf, and

brought back to life the dead, at the ex-

pense of His own strength. Virtue

(strength) went out of His at the ac-

complishment of these and the pang of

pain, disease and death got hold upon

him. The current of life ran deep

enough and strong enough in Him to

enable Him to live forever, wounds,

sword thrusts and a crucifixion to the

contrary notwithstanding. ' But His

strength went out from Him in ex-

change for humanity's weakness and a

world 's transgression. For our trans-

gressions—not His own—was He bruis-

ed, and with His stripes we are healed.

The eddies and cesspools of our infirmi-

ties were swept into the cleansing cur-

rent of His majestic life. Think of it.

He became weak even unto the suffer-

ing of death that we might become

strong even in the pain and penalty of

death. He went through the darkness

and the door of death that He might

shut out that darkness from us and

close up that door against us, and

thereby flood the world with light and

open the door of life, even the door of

eternal life, even to all who would be-

lieve in the sufficiency of His strength.

Himself look our infirmities. He who
was strong became weak that we who

were weak might become strong. In the

multitude of our infirmities He was led

captive to a Cross: in the majesty of

His strength we are exalted to a throne.

Our frailties make Him a victim: His

strength makes us kings and conquerors.

We had gone down to ignominious de-

feat, beneath the burdens under which

we strained and staggered, had not the

strength of the strong borne our bur-

dens for us and stablished our feet upon

a Rock.

He bore our sicknesses. Tha t is

what He did for the leper. Touched

him. That meant death to Him who
touched, but life to him who was touch-

ed. The leper was suffering the loath-

someness of a disease that his frame

was too weak to bear. It was wearing

and wasting him to an early death. The
strong One took the loathsomeness of

(he disease upon Himself and gave to

the weak one a strength that immediate-

ly overcame his disease. This was beau-

ty for ashes ; this was strength for

weakness; this was life for death.

I went into a sick chamber the other

day where a man was wasting under a

disease that was doing him to death. I

had not been there a minute before I

discovered that, instead of weakness,

here was strength, instead of a victim

in defeat, here was a victor in triumph.

I was a mere pygmy in the presence of

a giant. How vain and futile and to none

effect seemed the encroachments and the

attacks of that disease. Here was a

man behind a Bulwark, a soldier with

an impenetrable armor on. The strong

One was fighting his battles for him;

the sick one was only awaiting the ac-

claim of victory and the victor's crown.

SERMONS NOT HEARD (?)

The editor of the St. Louis Christian

Advocate wrote an indictment, some
time since, against ministers for ser-

mons which, in these days, are not heard.

Some of the topics of these sermons

not heard Avere such as these : The Re-

ligion of the Home; The Family Altar,

with its Bible, song, prayer; Sin, Its

Essence and Its Result—the AAvful Dan-

ger to the Soul; Eternal Punishment;

The Call to the Ministry; The Passion

of Christ.

The New York Christian Advocate

took up (he question, and flung it out

for answer by ministers of its commun-
ion, enquiring, "Are these 'things so?"
The answers by ministers and laymen

to the question are certainly varied and

interesting. Some declare vehemently

that they have not heard a sermon on

any of the subjects named for many a

month ; that preachers are busy talking,

or reading, from the pulpit on themes

none of which would comfort a mourn-

er, convict a sinner or help a penitent;

that ethics and aesthetics are chief top-

ics, and the gospel of the Cross and the

warning to flee from the wrath to come

are no longer heard. One layman com-

plains: "It seems apparent that the

great problems of sin, personal salvation

through Christ, the Avork of the Atone-

ment, the renewing power of the Spirit,

do not take such a deep hold upon the

convictions (of ministers) as to be the

ruling passions of their lives."

On the other hand ministers reply

that they are trying to deal with these

fundamental issues of the gospel. One
writes

:

"Permit me humbly but fairly to state

that the subjects referred to have been

presented from time to time in the

church of which I am pastor. There has

been no full sermon on the call to the

ministry, but there have been frequent

references made to the great opportuni-

ties afforded young men who will conse-

crate themselves to the Christian min-

istry. It gives me joy to knoAv that

nine young men have given themselves

to the ministry in my pastorate.

"

There is at least one minister who
touches a fundamental theme—the call

to the ministry—and nine men have re-

sponded.
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"Are these things so?" writes anoth-

er minister, and without assaying to

speak for the ministry as a whole, speaks

only of his own experience

:

"Within a year I have preached to

my people on religion in the home, the

slavery of sin, the meaning of the cross,

and the other great themes horn of the

gospel. I also make it a practice to

preach once a year on the 'call to the

ministry,' and the fact that during the

two years just past three young men

have gone from this church into the min-

istry, or to study for it, makes me feel

that it is an important practice. I am

not writing this note to blow my own

trumpet, for if any use at all be made

of this letter I wish to remain anony-

mous. '

'

The editor of The Christian Sun was

wondering if laymen of its communion

could bring an indictment against Chris-

tian preachers similar to those in the

foregoing. Are the more vital and fun-

damental themes' of the gospel being

neglected by ministers of the Christian

Church 1

? Are we hearing sufficient from

our pulpits about Home Religion, the

Family Altar, Eternal Punishment, Sin

and Its Conseuqences, the Call to the

Ministry, etc.? And the editor of The

Sun is wondering if many of our minis-

ters can stand up and say, "I preach

once a year on The Call to the Ministry,

and as a result I see two, three, four

young meen from my field preparing

themselves to enter the ministry"?

I have often heard people sing, "Oh,
to be nothing, nothing, Only to lie at

His feet." Now that never did sound

sacred or sane to me. Our Savior does

not want "Nothing" to lie at His feet.

He wants something there—even a sin-

sick or needy soul that He may help

such a soul and bring it to activity and

to service in His cause.

All remember and many sing, "0 for

a thousand tongues to sing my great Re
deemer's praise." But what good would

a thousand tongues do if the one that the

singer possesses does not praise the Re-

deemer's name once in five years. And
if one cannot bridle well one tongue,

would he be able to put a halter on a

thousand tongues? My! what if you
did have a thousand tongues! I fear an-

other St. James would be needed to

write further of "a thousand unruly

members."

No service in the sanctuary is suffi-

ciently sacred and uplifting without

song. But there are songs that hurt as

well as songs that help, and there are

so many good and sweet and true' songs

that the silly and the puerile ones should

never be sung.

They

were born that way, have that tendency,

inherited that disposition. They are

doomed to be weak forevermore." Not

so Paul, nor the message he brings. I

am a weak man, down, out and done for.

To come

from that would be "all things" to me.

Can a man come from those low depths?

Paul says so: "all things."

The field is open and inviting. As
Christ was sent by the Father, so the

church is sent by Christ. Jesus was sent

to be the revelation and representative

of the Father, to testify of Him, to de-

clare Him, to do His will, and to finish

His work. He was a true and faithful

witness; He was a perfect servant, whose

meat it was to do the Father's will;

He declared the name of God, and fin-

ished the work. Now Christ sends us

into the world that we may show forth

His life, that we may be his witness,

that his light and love may shine, at-

tract and bless men through us, that

men may behold in us Christ, as they

beheld the Father in Him. As Christ

was, so are we in the world. The Church

is in the world. The reason is three-

fold: (1) The Glory of God; (2) that

she may follow Jesus, who through suf-

fering entered into glory
; (3) to pro-

mote the conversion of sinners. From
(lie life of Jesus we learn all things.

We can learn Christ, and to know Him
and His will is to know all things.

ORGANIZED CLASSES—AND BIBLE
STUDY.

The Org-anized Class never fails to

make Bible study fascinating. We hear

a great deal in our day about the beauty

of the Bible as genuine literature of the

highest type. Almost yearly we see new
volumes published setting forth in elo-

quent rhetoric the hidden charm, the en-

trancing beauties of the Book of books.

These volumes point out to us its unim-

peachable history, its thrilling drama,

its unequalled short stories, its pulsing

sermons and soul-stirring addresses and

orations, its unparalleled epistles, its

unapproachable biography, its unmatched
wisdom literature, its trenchant invec-

tive, its noble prophecy, its unmatch-

able poetry. We read these volumes

and somehow think all this may be so,

but we stop with their reading and do

not go on with its reading, much less do

we study it. It will not do to read

books about the Bible; we must read

the Bible itself.

It is the business, the primal purpose,

of the Organized Class to make Bible

study interesting, fascinating. There is

need for this. The need of it is gen-

erally recognized and universally lament-

ed. The fundamental basis for this need
is that the Bible is our religious creed.

We cannot know what our creed is un-

less we read it. No man subscribes to

a paper before he has read it. Can we
offer to subscribe to a religion till we
have read its articles of agreement, the

terms on which it offers salvation?

We need to know the Bible, then, be-

cause it is our religion. If we get full

of the Bible, we will be full of religion

also; we cannot help it. The Organized

Class always gets up genuine enthusiasm

for Bible study, because each member-

feels that he is a part of the Class and
individually responsible for its success.

The method of teaching also, whether
by the question method, the Class-dis-

cussion or the round table method, the

conservative method, or a combination

of all these methods, is always the me-
thod adopted and approved by the Class

and so tends in the same direction. Still

further, the mere fact that theirs is an

Organized Class and expected by the

public to do something has a wonderful-

ly inspiring, invigorating effect over all

the members.

An Organized Class that is not in-

terested in Bible study ought to be

disbanded. What else does it exist for?

But I have yet to see such a Class with-

out this interest. An Organized Class

that is not interested in Bible study is

an anomaly; away with it. If on the

other hand your class is half-hearted

about Bible study, if it will not prepare

the lesson, if it requires you to do all

the talking, organize it and watch the

new life, the enthusiasm, the fascination

for Bible study that will almost inevi-

tably follow. If also your Sunday school

has never been able to interest the grown

people in the work, organize a class for

them and watch it grow, for grow it

certainly will, and it will raise the spir-

itual tone of the whole community. Try

it, and see if this is not true.

A BOOK REVIEW.
The Christian Endeavor Manual. By

Kev. Frances E. Clark, D.D., LL.D. 306

pp. Cloth, durably bound, $1.00. The

United Society of Christian Endeavor,

Boston. For sale by The Christian Sun.

This is the first complete hand-book of

Christian Endeavor, covering every

branch of the movement from its incip-

iency in Portland, Me., Feb. 2, 1881, to

the present time. That it comes from

the founder of the Society, from him

to whom Cod gave the Christian Endeav-

or idea, from him who has been at the

center of the Society's growth during

all the intervening twenty-nine years,

gives it all the more of authority and

vital interest.

Dr. Clark is ever an interesting, en-

tertaining writer. He makes no effort

at rhetorical embellishment, though what

he says fastens: the attention. This

volume is no excerption. From the very

first page of the preface to the last page

of the Appendix the interest never

lags. Every page adds new thought, new
informaiton, spurs to greater apprecia-

tion of the Society that now girts the

globe, on the realms of whose influence

the sun never sets. I have known some-

thing of Christian Endeavor for many
years and have been intimately asso-

ciated with it for the past ten years,

but this book has done more to enlighten

me on the Society, its workings, its aims,

than all the other books I have ever read

on it and than all my experience com-

bined. Nor is this an extravagant state-

ment : it is true because it is the only

book of its kind in print.

The title page says that it is "A Text

Book on the History, Theory,, Princi-

ples and Practice of the Society, with

complete Bibliography and several Ap-

pendixes.
'

' That it is all this the table

of contents will show, which is as fol-

lows: "The History of the Society;

Fundamental Ideas; How These Ideas

Fit the Needs of the Church; The So-

ciety and the Church; The Society and

Its Members; The Christian Endeavor

Covenant ; The Christian Endeavor Pray-

er-Meeting; The Consecration Meeting;
