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PREACH THE CROSS.

"First of all," wrote Paul to the

Church of Corinth, "I deliver unto you

that Christ died for our sins." The

"first of all" does not refer to prior-

ity of time; for Paul had sounded the

gospel-trumpet through the cities of Asia

Minor, and under the shadow of Mount

Lebanon, before he ever struck its key-

note amid the voluptuous idolaters of

Corinth. But it means that as the prin-

cipal thing he preached the cross of the

crucified Son of God. Whatever else

came second, this always came first;

whatever else he omitted, he never omit-

ted the very core and marrow of the

gospel of salvation.

The atonement is the cardinal doctrine

of the Bible. Other religious systems

make prominent the character of their

divinities, or the life of their founders,

or some sacred rites of worship. But

the core of Christianity is the sacrificial

death of its Divine Founder. The Bible

does not underrate Christian ethics, of

the spotless example of Jesus; but the

atonement transcends all other truths in

sublimity and saving power. If I could

deliver but one discourse to a congrega-

tion composed of all the nations of the

globe, this should be my text: "Christ

Jesus dier for our sins." This is the

text that has rung round the world wher-

ever pure Christianity has found a voice.

This is the truth that shook pagan Rome,

and confounded human philosophers;

and it is the truth that has lain warm-

est and closest to the Christian's heart

in every age of the Church. The touch-

stone of every minister is this, Does the

man preach Christ and Him crucified ?

Wherever the highest spiritual power is

developed from a pulpit, wherever sin

is most fearlessly assailed, wherever sin-

ners are awakened and most thorough-

ly converted, wherever the richest out-

pourings of the Holy Spirit have been

enjoyed, there has been commonly the

most faithful preaching of the guilt of

human sin and of salvation only through

the atoning: blood.

It is the imperative duty of every am-

bassador of God to thunder against in-

justice, and intemperance, and licenti-

ousness, and fraud, and hypocrisy, and

covetousness, and every form of impi-

ety; but the true vantage ground from

which to assail them* is beside that cross

where Jesus died to condemn all sin and

to save the sinner. If I were a member

of a church seeking for a pastor, my first

question would be, Does he make fore-

most the atoning blood of Jesus Christ ?

No erudition, or eloquence, or "advance-

ed thought" can supply the lack of this

one thing needful. From the most bril-

liant or erudite discourse that has no

Christ in it the hungry, unsatisfied be-

liever comes away complaining, "He has

taken away my Lord, and I know not

where he has laid Him ! '

'

Be careful also how you present

Christ; for not every theory of the cross

is either scriptural or soul-saving. Theo-

dore Parker was the apostle of "the
humanities," and fearlessly denounced

many wrongs; yet he often spoke of the

crucified Redeemer in language that

makes our blood run cold. Some pupils

teach that Jesus died simply to display

His fortitude and His sincerity to a

principle; another pulpit teaches that

He died to set a sublime example ; an-

other that the only aim of the cross was
to make an exhibition of wickedness, and

to lead men to abhor it. Not long ago a

very prominent pulpit presented a the-

ory of the atonement from which almost

every drop of vital fluid had been drain-

ed away. Neither Paul nor Peter would

have recognized their own utterances un-

der the gloss that was put upon them.

The only theory of the atonement that

meets the tremendous necessities of a

world lying in wickedness, or the migh-

ty demand of the New Testament gos-

pel, is this plain, simple line, "Christ

died for our sins.
'

' The three great

ideas compressed into the line are sub-

stitution, sacrifice, salvation. Christ Je-

sus became our substitute and suffered

for us. Christ became our sacrifice, and

laid down His life to take away our

guilt. Christ secures eternal life to ev-

ery true believer and faithful follower.

In these three points the vast body of

regeneratied believers agree; and if the

much prayer for unification of all Chris-

tian denominations ever comes, it will

crystallize around the coretruths of the

cross. It will be a union in Christ for a

world without Christ.

All success in preaching lies just here.

Paul's keynote, struck under the shadow
of the Parthenon, and in defiance of Cae-

sar's lictors, has been the secret of pow-
er for eighteen centuries. Luther preach-

ed this gospel of atoning blood to slum-

bering Europe, and it awoke from the

dead. Amid all his defenses of the di-

vine sovereignty, Calvin never ignored

or belittled the atonement. Cowper sang
of it in sweet strains among the water
lilies of the Ouse; Bunyan made the

cross the starting point for the Celes-

tial City. John Wesley proclaimed it

to the colliers of Kingwood and the

swarthy miners of Cornwall. Moody's
bells all chime to the keynote of Calvary.

Spurgeon thundered this doctrine of vi-

carious atonement into the ears of peer

and peasant with a voice like the sound
of many waters! The heart of God's
Church has ever held to this as the heart

of all Christian theology, "Christ Je-

sus died for our sins!" If the greatest

of all human preachers made this the

foremost text of his wonderful minis-

try, then, my dear brother, you have
but to plant your pulpit in full view of

the cross, and make every line of your
labors converge toward "Christ and him
crucified.—In N. Y. Advocate.

The reports of the National Campaign
Committees of funds raised and expen-

derd during the recent campaign have
now been made public. Mr. George Shel-

don, Republican national treasured, re-

ports having raised $1,700,000, of which

amount Mr. Charles P. Taft, brother of

President-elect Taft, gave $160,0000 this

being the largest amount given by any
one contributor. Andrew Carnegie, J.

Pierpont Morgan, Whitelaw Reid and

William Nelson Crownwell gave $25,000

each. All other gifts were in much
smaller sums, the next largest being

$5,000. The Democratic National Com-
mittee report having received a total of

$620,644.77, representing over 100,000

contributors. The names of the largest

donors are not given in the report. Both

reports are to be filed in Albany New
York in keeping with a law of the State.

It seems so strange that the friendship

of God should be so lightly esteemed

and so often spurned. The friendship

of God ! What great privileges and bles-

sings are involved in it and flow out from

it. Human friendship is often fickle

and selfish. It sometimes forsakes us

when most needed. It is often controll-

ed by prejudice and self-interest. In

adversity it weakens and is strongest

when least needed. The friendship of

God is abiding, and is most evident when

most needed.

It was when suffering under the dis-

appointment of false friendship that Da-

vid uttered the cry: "Oh that I had

wings like a dove ! for then would I

fly away and be at rest. Lo then would

I wander far off, and remain in the wil-

derness.
'

' Then again he cried :

'

' For it

was not mine enemy that reproached me;

then could I have borne it ; neither was

it he that hated me that did magnify

himself against me; then I would have

hid myself from him ; but it was thou,

mine equal, my guide, and mine acquain-

tance." Still again we hear him say,

"Yea, mine own familiar friend, in

whom I trusted, which did eat of my
bread, hath lifted up his heel against

me. '
' Job said :

'

' My kinsfolk have

failed me, and my familiar friends have

foi'gotten me." Yet he so esteemed the

friendship of God that he declared that

he would trust God "Though He slay

me." Human friendship is in striking

contrast with the friendship of God.

Quite frequently human friendship is

tinged with self-interest and swayed by

public sentiment, but the friendship of

God is from first to last prompted and

controlled by sincere love. The weak-

ness of the former is daily demonstrated

in almost every walk of life. As soon

as it was known that the Hon. W. J.

Bryan was defeated in the political cam-

paign some of the influential dailies

that had championed his cause through

the campaign contained naught but abuse

and harsh criticism at the very moment
when he most needed the sympathy and

encouragement of every friend. It was

only because he was defeated. If he had

been successful in the race these same

pretended friends would have still sung

his praise and courted his favors. If

the other candidates had lost it would

have been the same with them. It is

such a strange freak in man's composi-

tion. We do not have to seek the friend-

ship of God for it follows us all the

while, and should be desired above gold

and silver.

In Da-

vid and Absalom there is the largest pos-

sible contrast. Pure and sincere love

on David's part, and wicked deception,

treachery and conspiracy on the part of

Absalom. With one sincerety, with the

other insincerity. Dealing with Absalom

the New Century Teacher works out a

beautfiul and striking outline as fol-

lows : a Counterfeit patriotism. b.

Counterfeit justice. c. Counterfeit

friendliness. d. Counterfeit religion.

That was lesson for Nov. 1. Just the

reverse of that should be the analysis

of every Christian.

Sunday he taught his Sunday-school

class, preached at 11 o'clock, attended

and took part in the baptismal service

at 2:30, then performed a marriage cere-

mony, then officiated at a funeral ser-

vice, and preached at night.

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REV. R. H. HOLLAND.

Rev. Robert Howell Holland was born

in Nansemond Co., Va., near Holland,

Oct, 16th, 1819, and died at the home of

his son, Dr. J. H. Holland, Holland, Va.,

Nov. 9, 1908, aged 89 years and 24 days.

He was the oldest son of Zachary Hol-

land and Matilda Ann Howell. His pa-

ternal grandfather was Job Holland and

his maternal grandparents Edward How-

ell and Ann Philips. His father died

young and his mother married Rev. Uri-

ah Rawls, a Christian minister. He had

two brothers, Zachary Everett and Dix-

on H, the former dying in 1893, the lat-

ter in 1901; one sister, Eliza Ann, who

married the late Albert K. Rawls. There

were three half-brothers, David, James,

and Uriah, none of whom married ; three

half-sisters, Mariah and Louise who nev-

er married, and Emiline the first wife of

the late Andrew Jackson Rawls—all died

young.

The deceased was reared on a farm

and attended the schools of his communi-

ty, Quaker church school and one

about three miles from South Quay,

taught by a man named Willis Holland.

He improved his opportunities, received

a good education for his day, and became

a school-teacher.

His first marriage was to Elizabeth

Everett, sister of the late Thomas Ev-

erett. She lived only a few years. His

second marriage was to Margaret Rebec-

ca Oberry, daughter of the late deacon

John Oberry. She died July 20, 1902.

Eight children were born to this marri-

age, Alice, Eugenia, Augustine Fi-

delia, Thomas Nash, Robt., Walter,

Job Gustave, and Jessie Emma, Alice

Matilda, and Thomas Nash died in child-

hood. The remaining are now Mrs. B.

G. Porter, Mrs. A. F. Johnson, Robt. W.

Holland, Dr. Job G. Holland, and Mrs.

I. A. Luke, all of Holland, except Mrs.

Johnson of Port Norfolk, Va. Thirteen

grandchildren and three great grand-

children survive.

Eighty nine years, covering most of

the 19th century and a part of the 20th

carries a significance beyond the grasp of

the present generation. When Rev. R.

H. Holland was born the U. S. was just

30 years old and composed of 20 states,

with James Monroe, the 5th President

serving his first term. Steamboats were

in their infancy and railroads unknown.

Fires were kindled from the flint spark,

all garments made by hand, and all trav-

el, save along water-ways, was by pri-

vate conveyance. He was 25 years of

age when the first telegram was sent

and 57 when the telephone came into ex-

istence. He was an heir to the promise

of Prov. 3:1,2. "Keep my command-

ments, for length of days, and long life,

and peace shall they add unto thee."

At an early age he professed faith in

Christ and joined Holy Neck Christian

church. Little of his boyhood can lie

known, for the companions of his child-

hood and youth have passed on before.

One thing we chanced to know. His

honor and integrity was such that he

would always own the truth even when

it brought punishment, He was happy

in domestic life, devoted to his family,

and gave his children educational ad-

vantages. His superior education ren-

dered him specially helpful in his com-

munity. He wrote contracts, petitions,

'wills, deeds, and even speeches for his

neighbors. He served his district as su-

pervisor and magistrate, and was for

several years postmaster at Holland. He
was an inveterate foe to intemperance

and the whole nefarious liquor traffic,

and held this attitude when he stood

comparatively alone. He was strong in

his convictions and stood for what he be-

lieved to be right regardless of its pop-

ularity.

He was ordained to the Christian min-

istry at Providence church, Norfolk, Co.,

Va., near 70 years ago. He served Ho-
ly Neck as pastor for 16 years, Spring

Hill, Sussex Co., 4 years, Barrett's

Southampton, Co., 4 years, and also serv-

eded Hebron, Isle of Wight Co., and

Union, Southampton, both of which were

built under his labors, and the latter al-

so organized by him. This last was his

home church, having moved his member-
ship from Holy Neck, and to the build-

ing and rebuilding of which he gave be-

tween $500 and $000. Berea Christian

church, Driver, Va., traces its history

back to the preaching of Rev. R. H. Hol-

land in the fifties at Yate's School-

house, a few hundred yards from the

present site of the church. His labors

belonged to the pioneer class whose val-

ue cannot be estimated. They helped

to make possible the superior advantages

and greater work of the present.

He was gifted with the pen and did

the church much service in this line. He
wrote for the Sun from its beginning

in 1844 to within about two months of

his death. He contributed much to the

Herald of Gospel Liberty and was for

a time its Southern correspondent. He
also wrote the biography of the late Dr.

Wm. B. Wellons. Assisted by Dr. Wel-

lons and others he ordained Justin Cope-

land, the first colored Christian Elder

in this section. He organized Corinth

Chapel and Laurel Hill, colored Chris-

tian churches, giving the land for the

latter and otherwise aiding. He helped

in the organization of Zion (Col.) Chris-

tian Church. All of these in upper Nan-

semond Co. He helped in the organiza-

tion of the E. Va. colored Christian Con-

ference and was ever ready to help and

defend their cause. His memory will

be tenderly cherished among them.

After retirement from active service

"Uncle Robert" continued to preach,

conduct funerals, marry, visit the sick,

write for the papers, and work in his

local church, where some of his best

service was rendered. Through his in-

fluence and help Hebron church, weak
and ready to perish, was moved a,nd re-

built at Holland, and Holland Christian

Church with its commodious building

and large increasing membership is a

monument to his wisdom and fidelity. He
was for many years superintendent of

the Sunday-school and was Secretary of

the church till death. He was a regular

attendant at all the services to about two

months before his death. When too

weak for connected thought he gave tes-

timony in familiar scripture verses, his

favorite being, "Bless the Lord O my
soul, and all that is within me bless his

holy name. Bless the Lord, O my soul,

and forget not all his benefits." In all

these years of retirement he manefested

a spirit of loyalty and took keen inter-

est in all the affairs of the church. He
was happy and cheerful, rejoicing in the

superior advantages and success of the

present. He always had a kind word
fur the young ministers and all who
came under his influence were cheered

and strengthened. His delicate and

grateful spirit let no kind word or deed

pass unnoted. Among the sweet expe-

riences of his last days was the recep-

tion of letters of sympathy and appre-

ciation from friends, many of whom
knew him only through his writings.

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THE SUNDAY SCHOOL.

HOW TO TEACH THE SUNDAY
SCHOOL LESSON FOR DEC. 6.

A Few Suggestions.

Soloman Chooses Wisdom.

I Kings 3:4-15.

Golden Text: The fear of the Lord is

the beginning of Wisdom. Prov. 9 : 10.

Review. Last Sunday's lesson was a

break in the chronology of our Bible

study. I should not therefore review it.

I should instead review first the lesson

for Sunday before last, in which we

studied the crowning of Solomon as king

during his father David's life time. Be

certain that they see the old king driven

to make his son king while he was yet

alive by the treachery of Adonijah, Jo-

ab, and Abiathar, the feast and revelry

at Adonijah 's house preparatory to his

expected coronation, the scene leading to

Solomon's coronation, the procession to

and from his coronation and his treat-

ment of Adonijah. Tell them that

David did not live long after this. He

was already a sick man and the strain

of such a time must have hastened his

approaching end. He died at the age

of seventy, having been king of Judah

for 40 years and of Israel for 33. His

last words in a public way are recorded

in 2 Sam. 23:1-7 and his parting coun-

sel to Solomon is givin in 1 Kings 2:1-9.

Either read these priceless gems to the

class yourself, or ask some one of them

or a visitor to do so. Then review Da-

vid's life for the last time, not in de-

tail, but in broad outline, aiming to show

the ideals of the man, exhibiting him as

the man after God 's own heart.

Chronology. The lesson today very

likely came in the first year of Solomon 's

reign. Josephus, the Jewish historian,

said that Solomon began to reign at the

age of 14, but he also says that he reign-

ed for 80 years, whereas we know that

he died in his 60th year. We may there-

fore discredit these statements and be-

lieve that he was about 20 when he be-

gan to reign, and if this be the case he

must have been a married man with a

son at the time he began to reign. Last

time you asked all the class to read 1

Kings 2:12-4,34. Ask all who did so to

hold up their hands and thank them;

then remark that the first three years of

Solomon's life were taken up with get-

ting rid of his enemies. Then ask one

of the class to tell you how he disposed

respectively of Adonijah, of Joab, of

Abiathar, and of Shimei.

Approach to the Lesson. The best in-

troduction to the lesson today will per-

haps be to get before the class the great

store the ancients set by dreams. Here

I would call for the dreams in Genesis

which have a meaning, assigned last

time: Gen. 15:1; 28:12; 37:5-11; 40:5-

23; and 41:1-40. Tell them of the time

that Saul was distressed because he did

not have a dream, see 1 Sam. 28:6. Now
call for the parallel account of the les-

son, assigned last time, in 2 Chron. 1 :1-

17.

The Lesson. The lesson today falls

naturally into three divisions:

1. Solomon goes to Gibeon. Verse 4.

Be sure the class knows where this place

is, and why he should go there to wor-

ship (the wilderness tabernacle and the

brazen altar were there.) Be sure to

explain why it was called a great high

place and also to have them understand

the place of hills in ancient worship.

Discover the greatness of the king's of-

ferings and why.

2. Solomon has a Dream. Verses 5-

14. Find by question how God appear-

ed to Solomon, what he asked him, what

Solomon said to him in regard to his

father David, what he said to him in re-

gard to himself, and what he asked God
to give him. Next discover how this re-

quest was regarded by God, what reply

God gave him, what promise he gave

him, and on what conditions. At this

point call for the other scripture verses

that would serve as Golden Texts for

this lesson, assigned last time, and for

what Christ said of Solomon's wisdom,

Luke 11 :31, and glory, Matt. 6 :28,29, as-

signed last time.

3. Solomon returns to Jerusalem.

Verse 15. Discover what Solomon found

God's communion with him to have been,

whither he went, where he stood when he

had arrived there, what he offered up

to God, and what he made for his ser-

vants.

Now review the lesson by the topic

method.

Truths and their Application. 1. As
Solomon had to choose what gift he de-

sired at God's hands, so each one of us

must make a choice, of a life's work, and

also of God or the Devil. There is no

better time to make this choice than in

youth. It is the business of Sunday-

school teachers to lead their pupils to

choose for God. This it is that attracts

the noblest spirited people we know to

add to their daily routine work the fur-

ther service of teaching a class on Sun-

day. They realize that they are doing

God's service and their fellowman good.

Yet we are not doing all we ought to do

along this line. About fifty percent of

all Sunday-school pupils do not become

Christians. This is serious, fellow-work-

ers, and we need to do better service

along this line than we are doing.

2. There is a vast difference between

knowledge and wisdom. Solomon chose

the latter. Knowledge is book learning.

Book learning does not necessarily make

one wise. Wisdom is knowledge put to

good use. When we say that knowledge

is power, we really mean that wisdom

is power. We should all strive for know-

ledge, for information, but we should

the more covet that '
sterling quality

which made Solomon such a remarkable

man, wisdom.

3. What example of filial reverence

Solomon gives us in the sixth verse.

This is a quality we sadly lack in family

and national life. We need sons and

daughters that honor their fathers and

mothers, just as we need fathers and

mothers who are worthy of the reverence

of their children.

4. The golden text is a good one and

contains a truth that we much need to

impress upon our young people. There

is danger that much learning and many

interests will crowd out of their young

lives the love they ought to have for

God, without which no life can be wise.

The fear, that is the reverence, of the

Lord is the beginning of wisdom. Let

us impress this truth.

Assignments for Home-study of the Les-

son. Ask one to bring in a written ac-

count of the building of the temple from

2 Kings chapters 5-8; another a like

account of the dedication of the temple,

from 2 Chron. chapters 5-7; a third to

find what the Shekinah was and refer-

ences to it in the Scriptures; a fourth

on what conditions the temple would re-

main God's dwelling-place, I Kings

9:1-9; a fifth what the New Testament

has to say about God's dwelling-place,

Acts 7 :46-50, 1 Cor. 3:16; a sixth Jesus

The nation had plunged head-

long into sin of every description and es-

pecially the sin of intemperance, until

the land was filled with drunkards.

The Crown that Fadeth.

Woe, grief, sorrow, misery, a heavy

calamity, a curse "To the crown of

pride." By the crown of pride the pro-

phet refers to Samaria the beautiful cap-

ital of Israel. The city was situated up-

on the top of a round hill and surround-

ed by a rich valley.

"The drunkards of Ephraim. " Ephra-

im, the leading tribe of the nation, had

become debased in vice. They were a

tribe of drunkards, and because of this

the woe was upon them. "A fading

flower." A very forcible figure. Their

beauty and glory would fade as a flow-

er. They did not have the riches and

beauty that endure.

What the Bible Teaches.

METHODS OF THE MASTER-TEACH-
ER, OR HOW JESUS SECURED
*AND HELD ATTENTION.
In the discussion of this subject, it

is my purpose to be helpful to the prac-

tical Sunday-school teacher in securing

and holding the attention of restless,

disinterested Sunday-school students

;

and I am confident that there is no bet-

ter way to accomplish this than by a

careful study of the Master-Teacher's

methods. Jesus Christ was so simple in

his teaching that he was simply won-
derful in his profound simplicity. In

the study of this subject, what I shall

say of his methods is a result of a simple

study made for my own personal benefit

—a study that anyone can easily make
for himself if he chooses to take the

time and trouble. Simply take some

standard work on Sunday-school teach-

ing and these facts will give abundant

illustration of the masterful manner in

which he taught.

This paper is a study of how Jesus

secured and held attention. Jesus knew

that without attention, no impression;

without impression, no teaching; and

without teaching, no practical good to

his hearers; he, therefore, applied va-

rious methods to secure and hold atten-

tion of those to whom he would teach

the great doctrines of Christianity. He
knew that he had just as well try to

teach people when asleep, or absent, as

to try to teach them without holding

their attention. He well knew that one

of the primary principles and prerequi-

sites to perfect teaching is the active,

interested, focalized attitude of attention

—a stretching out, or focalization of

the consciousness upon the subject

taught. He further knew that the teach-

er is in a very large measure responsible

for the kind of attention given by the

students. The old minister, when a

young minister asked how to hold the

attention of his people, was quite right

when he gruffly replied, "Give them

something to attend to.
'

' It is a teach-

er 's duty to give people something to

attend to, and also to give it in such a

manner as to make it impossible for peo-

ple to withold their attention. Jesus

not only gave people something to at-

tend to, but gave it in such a manner as

to compel them to attend. When Sun-

day-school teachers teach in this manner,

far better results will follow their ef-

forts in this branch of church work.

Jesus used art, and tact, and skill in

dealing with those whom he taught, and it

is said of him, "The common people

heard him gladly." He fixed the focus

of consciousness upon one phase of the

subject after another in rapid succes-

sion by the analytical, logical method

until every phase of the subject which

he would indelibly stamp upon the mind

has been studied carefully, and then by

one final synthetic act he would formu-

late and apply his teaching to the per-

sonal life of the student, so that it

would forever thereafter constitute a

part of the student's moral, religious,

and spiritual consciousness.

The first thing he did was to fix, or

focus, the consciousenss of those whom
he taught. The consciousness like the

eye must be adjusted and accommodated

to the thing to be learned, before it per-

forms its function in acquiring knowl-

edge. As the telescope, or microscope

must be accurately focalized for clear

vision, so must the consciousness for

clear knowledge. Before the teacher be-

gins the recitation, he should see to it

that he has the focalized attention of all

the students in the class. This may be

acquired by simply taking his place be-

fore the class, by simply waiting a sec-

ond in silence until all become quiet and

attentive, by a moment of silent prayer,

by a happy review of last lesson, by a
mere mention of some topic which is up-
permost in everybody's mind. Jesus
used these and many other methods to

secure attention.

Jesus spoke so that people could hear
and understand what he said. He went
up into a mountain: and when he was
set, his disciples came unto him: and be
opened his mouth and taught them. Some
teachers do not open their mouths when
they teacn. They are afraid they will

be heard, whereas they should be afraid
they will not be heard. This is what
they should seek to do, to be heard and
understood by every member of the

class. It is not enough to fix the atten-

tion in the beginning of the recitation,

but the voice should be called into ser-

vice as to hold it during the recitation

hour. Frequently, teachers simply talk
to individuals in the class instead of ask-

ing questions and giving explanations so

that the entire class will follow in un-
abated and unbroken attention.

Frequently, Jesus called for attention

just before he was about to utter some
great truth. In Mark IV:3-9, he said:

Behold, there went out a sower to sow;
and it came to pass, as he sowed, somo
fell by the wayside, etc., and then closed
with: He that hath ears to hear, let

him hear. Again in' Mark VII:14.16,
And when he had called all the people
unto him, he said unto them, Hearken
unto me every one of you, and under-
stand: There is nothing from without
a man, that enters into him that san
defile him, but the things which come out
of him, those are they that defile the
man. If any man hath ears to hear let

him hear. In both of these quotations,

Jesus called for attention in the begin-
ning and for the intelligent, understand-
ing attention at the close of his teach-
ing. Numerous other quotations might
be mentioned, but these will suffice to

show Jesus' method of securing atten-

tion. This is indeed a very good way to

secure attention, but a very poor way in

which to hold it. Jesus always followed
his call to attention with something in-

teresting, by parable, illustration, story,

or concrete example, taken from the

common things of life which lay nearest
to the consciousness and interest of his

hearers. This may be the method of the

successful Sunday-school teacher. AVe
must illustrate abstract religious truths

in terms of concrete, familiar, interest-

ing facts which lie close to the consci-

ousness and interests of our students, if

we would hold their unbroken attention,

and give them the clearest insight into

the meaning of the great spiritual truths

of the gospel.

Bro. L. W. Allen of the local church

gave the word of welcome and President

Harper, in response, told of the work

that was to be accomplished at this ses-

sion.

After enrollment Prof. Harper was

again elected president ; and Bro. H. V.

Simpson was chosen assistant secretary.

Rev. J. W. Holt who had been record-

ing secretary for many years desired to

be relieved of that duty and asked con-

ference to elect a successor. Prof. W.

P. Lawrence of Elon College, was chosen.

Bro. Holt has been a faithful and efficient

officer, and there was regret that he must

needs retire.

Rev. L. F. Johnson, chosen a year ago

for the service, then delivered the annu-

al sermon, using as text I Peter 3:15,

"Sanctify the Lord God in your hearts:

and be ready always to give an answer

to every man that asketh you a reason

of the hope that is in you."

There are two virtues in the Chris-

tian's life that may always be improved.

1. Piety. 2. Knowledge. The text calls

on all to improve these, i. e. 1st. To be

good. 2nd. To know. There is no limit

to goodness. Each feels that he would

like to be better. In order to this one

should sanctify the Lord God in his

heart—open up the way and let the Lord

have dominion in the life. Piety with-

out God is unnatural and abnormal. We
should use all the powers of our being

to be obedient to the Lord. Obedience

makes real piety. Service makes any

one better. A man saves himself by

serving others. We are not poorer, but

always richer, because the world has

been made better by our service. When
you get one to serve, serve in the Mas-

ter's name and cause, you do one the

highest favor. The church does not go

forward because there is wasted energy.

We shall grow as our piety increases.

If we were more consecrated we would

do more.

2nd. We should seek ever to increase

in knowledge and so be ready to give

reason for the hope within us. This is

the plea of Christian education, to in-

crease in knowledge as we increase in

piety. Thousands are being led away
by strange doctrine. We never become

too old to learn. Confusion comes be-

cause we haven 't sufficient knowledge of

the Book—which is our only rule of faith

and practice.

Rev. A. F. Isely conducted fitting re-

ligious exercises at the afternoon open-

ing service, and fraternal messengers

and visiting brethren were received.

The remainder of the afternoon was giv-
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en to reading ministerial and church let-

ters.

At the opening of second day Rev.

T. W. Strowd conducted devotional ser-

vices. Prof. W. A. Harper was elected

to deliver the next annual address. Prof.

W. P. Lawernce then introduced the re-

port on Religious Literature and made a

very valuable address showing the ne-

cessity of Bible reading by our people

especially, since we as a church take the

Bible as our creed—and it is incumbent

upon us to be acquainted with our creed.

Rev. R. P. Crumpler delivered an address

calling attention to a number of the best

books by our people of the Southern

Convention, and emphasizing the worth

and merits of each.

The Sun's editor also made a talk and

endeavored thereafter to preach by ap-

pointment of conference. Rev. J. W.
Holt then very feelingly administered the

sacrament of the Lord's Supper.

In the afternoon Rev. T. W. Strowd,

committeeman, made a very appropriate

and able address on "Our Church Pa-

per," which was enjoyed and was of

worth and weight.

The remainder of the afternoon was

given to Foreign Missions. Rev. C. C.

Peel, chairman, read the report contain-

ing much valuable information and led

the discussion with a timely address.

Rev. A. F. Iseley also made a very inter-

esting address on "The Spiritual Help-

fulness of Foreign Missions," and was

followed by Dr. W. T. Herndon in an

ably prepared address on "Our Activi-

ties in the Foreign Field." These ad-

dresses stirred conference in behalf of

Missions and good results are bound to

follow.

Thursday morning was given to educa-

tion. The report was presented by J. 0.

Atkinson, chairman. This conference

has four men in Elon College preparing

for the ministry, two members of

the Biblical Class, and two Licentiates

already in the work to some extent.

Elon College is the especial pride of the

Conference because located within its

bounds. Pending the report the follow-

ing addresses were made: "Our Need of

Theological Training" by Rev. J. W.
Wellons; "Our Need of Divinely Called

Ministers," by Rev. C. C. Peel; "The
Relation of Elon College to our Church-

es," by President E. L. Moffitt. These

addresses were of a high order and mean

much for Christian education.

Rev. J. D. Wicker who was visiting

the Conference from the Eastern N. C.

delivered a sermon, by invitation of Con-

ference, which was much enjoyed. The

text was Job 22:21 "Acquaint now thy-

self with Him, and be at peace: thereby

good shall come unto thee."

The three leading points presented in
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the discourse were I. The Necessity of

Acquaintance with God. II. Peace that

Results from such Acquaintance. III.

The Good that is sure to Follow. The

sermon was deeply spiritual and practi-

cal, and was much enjoyed. In the af-

ternoon Rev. J. L. Foster spoke on the

Orphanage and gave much valuable in-

formation about the work and the needs

and prospects at this good institution.

The remainder of the afternoon session

was given to Sunday-schools, in which

Rev. W. L. Wells spoke very pointedly on

Soul-saving in the Sunday-school," and

Prof. W. A. Harper on "Training

Teachers for the Sunday-school." The

report recommended that all schools or-

ganize a Teacher Training Course and

use as a text book our new work on

Teacher Training. Many volumes of this

good book were taken by the Sunday-

school teachers present.

Friday morning Conference found it-

self with a busy day ahead. There is

no more important and thought-provok-

ing topic coming before conference

than that of Home Missions. Rev. J.

W. Holt, Chairman, presented the Com-
mittee's report and led in a discussion of

the various topics touched upon in the

report. It is planned to undertake home
mission work at several points the com-
ing year, if upon investigation the out-

look for successful work seems hopeful.

A Christian Missionary Association is

to be organized by the Conference to

hold its first session one year hence. The
Sunday-schools of the Conference are al-

ready raising money for missions and
several schools sent in good amounts for

this purpose the past year. The Durham
work was called to attention of Confer-

ence and a floor collection was taken to

help the church there in meeting pay-

ment on its house of worship. Rev. C.

C. Peel delivered a timely address on

"The Sunday-school and its Relation to

Home Missions," and a most excellent

and able paper was presented by Rev. L.

I. Cox, "Our Need of More Home Mis-
sion Effort."

Rev. E. B. Klapp, Chairman, present-

ed the Report on Moral Reform and de-

livered an address on the report. Ow-
ing to the lateness of the hour discus-

sion on this important phase of the work
was limited. Rev. P. H. Fleming, D. D.,

of Burlington delivered a brief, but most
soulful and helpful sermon from the
text, "What Think Ye of Christ?" Matt.
22:42, under the topic of "The Great
Question." This sermon was much en-

joyed by all present, and Conference felt

better from its hearing.

The next session is to be held with
Belews Creek church, Forsyth Co., N. C.

The Long's Chapel people were kindly,

cordial and most hospitable and took

care of Conference in fine fashion, which

was thoroughly enjoyed and appreciated

by all.

Another method that Jesus used to

gain attention was the use of the eye.

In Luke XXII :16 we see that Jesus used
this method, as the Word says: And
the Lord turned and looked upon Peter.

And Peter remembered the word of the

Lord. And Peter went out and wept bit-

terly. A skillful look is often worth
more than an open rebuke, for the

searching, penetrating look of the eye

often brings a powerful rebuke to the

conscience that cannot be resented, but

puts the student to thinking, calls forth

concentrated attenion, and sets the mind

to reflecting upon its past behavior and

leads to immediate reformation.

The skilful use of the eye necessitates

a thorough knowledge of the lesson on

the part of both teacher and student,

and a very limited use of books, papers

and lesson-helps during the hour of reci-

tation. This will aid both in discipline

and in efficiency of instruction. The

methods used in some parts of North

Carolina where the teacher reads the

question out of the quarterly, and the

pupils look up the answers in the quar-

terlies on the class is not teaching—it

is simply reading; and poor reading at

that : It takes all the virility, power and

authority out of one of the most fertile

fields for Christian usefulness. It is

said of Jesus that he taught as one hav-

ing authority, and not as the Scribes,

and why? Simply because he did not

use any papers, books, quarterlies, or

lesson-helps in his classes. Teacher, if

you wish to teach with authority, first

burn the lesson into your hearts, then

burn it into the hearts of your pupils

without walking on crutches. If you

want to teach with telling effect, with

real power, teach out of a full heart

and a full head after a careful, prayer-

ful, comprehensive study and assimila-

tion of the best available helps teach

without any other helps in the class, but

the help of the Holy Spirit ; then like

Jesus you will teach with authority, stir

the conscience, quicken the memory, and

reform the life by the searching, pene-

trating, quickening look of the untram-

meled eye.

Another method Jesus used to gain

and hold attention was to appeal to the

interest of the pupil. In Luke XXII:-

31.33. Jesus used this method, "And the

Lord said, Simon, Simon, Behold, Satan

hath desired to have you that he may
sift you as wheat : But I have prayed

for thee, that thy faith fail not : and

when thou art converted, stregthen

thy brethren. And he said unto him,

Lord, I am ready to go with thee, both

into prison and to death. Here the fa-

miliar name, Simon, Simon, was the in-

teresting thing that appealed to Peter,

and he was all agape with interest in

what Jesus was about to teach him. We
should use things in teaching that lie

nearest to the consciousness of our stu-

dent, and in order to do this we must know
our pupils, know their likes and dislikes,

know their home surroundings and cus-

toms, their religious training and ideals;

must know their past experiences and

future prospects, must know their soci-

ety, friends and fellowship; in a word
must know them in all the relations of

life, in order to know what lies nearest

their consciousness, and how to teach

them with greatest efficiency and skill.

From these things that are familiar and

interesting to our students, we must

draw our analogies, illustrations, figures

of speech, and applications. This was
the method that made Jesus the master-

teacher. This was the method that im-

mortalized the name Herbart in Ger-

many, known as the law of apperception,

and is the method of all successful teach-

ers of all times. It is simply teaching

the unknown in terms of the known; the

unfamiliar in terms of the familiar; the

uninteresting in terms of the most in-

teresting. Jesus had the power to take

any simple, familiar, interesting concrete

fact of human experience and through

this fact which was already warm with

human interest, teach some great spirit-

ual truth in concrete form and make
personal, penetrating application of the

same to the life and character of his

hearers.

Another method Jesus used to gain

and hold attention was to commence
with that which was uppermost in the

interest of the hearers.

During every moment that we are

awake, the consciousness is more defi-

nitely focalized upon some one fact than

upon any other. If the teacher begins

with this fact, intense interest is cer-

tain. Out of this interesting subject de-

velop the truth you would teach.

ShowT the relation of the subject which

you wish to present to the one that al-

ready fills the consciousness and makes

it all aglow with interest, and success is

certain. Jesus walking by the sea of

Galilee, saw two brethren, Simon call-

ed Peter, and Andrew his brother, cast-

ing a net into the sea ; for they were

fishers. Jesus wanted to call them from

their business to the ministry, but he

did not tell them to quit their business

and take up a new profession, but he

began with the thought which was up-

permost in their minds and said : Fol-

low me and I will make you fishers of

men. See how skilfully he applied this

method of beginning with what was up-

permost in their minds. They left all

and followed him. If we had more

skilful Sunday-school teachers, who
would study the methods of the Master-

Teacher, and apply them, how many
more Simons and Andrews might be call-

ed from fishing, farming, and financial

pursuits into the flowering fields which

are already white unto harvest.

When the woman of Samaria came out

to the well one day to draw water, what

was the thought uppermost in her mind?
Water. What did Jesus want to teach

her? Something about her sinful na-

ture and soul's need. How did he be-
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gin? With the thought that was upper-

most in her mind and said: "Give me

to drink." Here is tact and skill of the

highest order. From this tactful begin-

ning he led on to a friendly attitude, fo-

calized attention, and spiritual applica-

tion that led to the salvation of the wo-

man and of many of the Samaritans.

Here is a great lesson for teachers, and

by a skillful use of this principle we

can always teach students that are hun-

gering and thirsting for the truth. We
can make them find sermons in stones,

books, in running brooks, and good in

every thing.

Jesus often used curiosity to gain and

hold attention. In his conversation with

Nicodemus, he said : Verily, verily I say

unto thee, except a man be born again

he cannot see the kingdom of God, and

Nicodemus all aglow with curiosity at

this interesting statement and discus-

sion which followed said :

'

' How can

these things be?"
Again he said to the Jews : Destroy

this temple and in three days I will

raise it up, then with curious attention,

said the Jews, forty and six years was

this temple in building and wilt thou

rear it up in three days? And time and

time again did Jesus appeal to curios-

ity by startling questions or statement

that awakened all the powers of atten-

tion of the human mind and burnt home
the living truths of the gospel.

His use of the story to gain and hold

attention would be an interesting study.

It would be equally interesting to study

Jesus as a story teller. In his stories

there was a plot, movement, develop-

ment, denouement, and moral applica-

tion. The skillful use of the story will

always gain the attention of old and

young alike, and all wise teachers and

preachers follow the method of the Mas-
ter-Teacher in the use of the story meth-

od of imparting and impressing moral

and religious truth. Many of his para-

bles are put in the story form. "A
sower went forth to sow, etc.," "There
was a certain man who had two sons,

etc. " " The ten virgins '

' were all stories.

There is perhaps no better method for

teaching the younger grades than by
the story method, provided it is skill-

fully used to bring out moral and spir-

itual truth. Little children that cannot

read will listen with unabated interest

to a skillfully told story, and usually

when it is finished they will say, Tell it

again until they know it by memory. As
the Master-Teacher made large use of

this method and as the best ministers

of our pulpits do not think it deroga-

tory to the dignity of their profession

to draw from the fertile fields of fact

and fiction with which to beautify, adorn
and embellish their discourses, or to

quicken the fagging attention of weary

minds under the onerous burdens of pon-

derous truth, we Sunday-school teachers

can well afford to learn wisdom from

our wiser teachers and apply this meth-

od in holding attention and interest of

those we teach while we impart to them

the spiritual truth of the same gospel.

Again Jesus made use of object les-

sons with which to gain and hold at-

tention. I need only mention the use of

the penny by which he taught civil and

religious duty, saying, "Render, there-

fore, unto C.easar the things which are

Ceasar's and unto God the things which

are God's." Again he placed a little

child in the midst and said, "Except

ye become as a little child, ye shall in

no wise enter the kingdom of heaven."

The barren fig-tree by which he taught

the withering curse of a hypocritical,

barren spiritual life, and that it is our

duty to be fruit-bearing Christians. The

object method of teaching is approved by

the great Froebel, the father of the

kindergarten method of modern educa-

tion, and by a greater than he in the

practice of Jesus, the master-teacher,

who used it alike in teaching young and

old. Learn from these masters that all

knowledge begins in sensations impart-

ed to us from the objective world and

that the objective method of teaching ab-

stract truths is the most accurate, defi-

nite, and impressive; especially to im-

mature and untrained minds and may
wisely be used by the progressive Sun-

day-school teacher, by the use of real

objects, by pictures, and the black-board.

Observe that the objects which he used

were those which appealed to the eye.

We should learn to teach through all

the senses of the body—seeing, hearing,

feeling, muscular sense, common sense

and all the rest. Jesus used every thing,

every avenue to the mind, and every ac-

tivity of the soul with which to teach

spiritual truth.

Finally, the personality of Jesus se-

cured and held attention. His piety and
purity, his sincerety and earnestness, his

frankness and freedom, his serenity and
faithfulness, his spotless life and the con-

tagion of spirit, these were the things

that appealed to both good and bad
alike.

There is a feeling, an intuition in

man's nature that makes him reverence

real goodness wherever found, a feeling

that goodness shall rule the world and
while feigned piety and pretended puri-

ty can be detected by the most worldly

minded; real, genuine, simple, devout,

pure, sincere, Christian, spiritual per-

sonality is likewise detected, reverenced,

and obeyed by the most ungodly and
worldly minded in their saner, better

moments
;
therefore, if the teachers wish

to succeed, wish to win women and men
to Christ, wish to hold attention and

teach spiritual truth, they must possess

the mind of Christ, be filled with his

spirit, emulate his example, follow his

ideals, reveal his life, manifest his per-

sonality; then and not till then can we
teach with real authority, with real pow-
er and real success. Those of you Avho

have chosen this work, have a high and
holy calling, and nothing less than the

best preparation of yourselves, the high-

est and holiest development of true per-

sonality, and constant communion with
the spirit and life of Jesus Christ, will

in any adequate sense of the word fit

you for your mission, but with this qual-

ification and the skilful use of the vari-

ous other helps which I have mentioned

Report on Foreign Missions.

It is our glorious privilege as a branch

of God's church, to help spread the good

news of the Gospel to the very ends of

the earth. The opportunity for doing

this work is greater now than ever be-

fore. Other branches of His church are

awake to this blessed privilege and are

rushing into it, and as proof of it:

1st. By their willingness to go and car-

ry the blessed message that Jesus died

for poor sinners.

2nd. By being more willing to give

of their means, hence they prove to us

that they are not willing that the poor

heathen should live and die ignorant of

the Christ.

We fear sometimes that our people in

many instances are exposing one of two

facts, if not both.

First, that we preachers fail to keep

the subject of missions before our

churches and also fail to urge them to

support this enterprise.

Second, that our people fail to read

mission literature and hence are living

ignorant of their privileges for His cause.

This being the case, it is to our mind evi-

dence that the work of grace to which

we lay claim is too shallow.

We believe that a fully consecrated

people will not stop until they have done

what they can, to get the world saved.

We as a branch of God's church have

taken to ourselves the highest name giv-

en (Christian) : the very name itself sug-

gests that we be a missionary people,

and we ought to make ourselves more
worthy of this precious title, by the lives

we live, and the sacrifices we make.

We are now confronted with a sad

fact, viz. : our financial situation. The
Board is now about $6000 in debt, and
has been compelled to call in three of

our missionaries, and they are some of

the most useful we have ever had in the

field.

Therefore we recommend

:

1st. That we encourage our people to

give systemmatically by giving one tenth

of their increase, Mai. 3:8-11.

2nd. That our ministers keep the sub-

ject of missions and needs of our mis-

sionaries before their people.

3rd. That we recommend our people

to read our missionary magazine—The
Christian Missionary, published by our

people at Dayton, Ohio

4th. That we recommend that our

churches organize Young People's Mis-

sion Study Classes.

5th. That we earnestly request the

churches of this conference to raise their

full apportionments for Foreign Mis-

sions.

The report was presented by Revs. P.

T. ' Klapp and W. S . Long, D. D. and

discussed by them.

Rev. J. L. Foster, superintendent of

the Christian Orphanage was given time

to present the claims of that institution

and he was heard acceptably.

The last day was a busy one. There

was much routine work and several im-

portant reports and much interesting

discussion. Revs. H. A. Albright, H. T.

Moffitt and E. L. Stack presented the

Report on Moral Reform.

The Holy Bible, the inspired Word of

God, is the standard of all moral and re-

ligious reform. Whatever it condemns

should be condemned by the church of

God.

Jesus Christ is the great Leader and

Captain of His people, and wherever He
leads we can safely follow.

1. We as a body of Christians enter

our protest and condemnation against

the manufacture, sale, or giving away,

of any and all intoxicating drinks as a

beverage.

2. We enter our protest against the un-

necessary use of tobacco, and absolute-

ly condemn the deadly cigarette habit

which is blighting the lives of so many
of our young men.

3. We condemn the desecration of the

holy Sabbath, the Lord 's Day, by the in-

dividual, or by the State, or by the Na-
tion. God says, "Remember the Sab-

bath Day, to keep it holy."

4. We should be guarded in our con-

versation. "Only let your conversation

be as it becometh the gospel of Christ."

(Phil. 1:27.)

5. The great means and agencies for

the reformation of the world and of the

individual are found in the Bible and its

holy teaching. God honors the preach-

ing of the gospel as the means of con-

verting the world unto Himself through
Jesus Christ the Lord, and of overcom-
ing the evils thereof. Nothing like the

teaching found in the gospel of Jesus
Christ to evangelize the world and purify

the church. Let us as followers of the

blessed Christ "have no fellowship with
the unfruitful works of darkness, but
rather to reprove them."

After interesting discussion, Rev. E.

L. Stack and Bro. Joe Stout, committee-
men, presented the following

Report on Sabbath Schools.

The Sabbath school is to the church
what the week-day school is to the na-

tion. It is that institution of the church
which is intended for the preparation of
the working forces of the church from
the most subordinate to the chief exe-

cutive. We therefore, recommend

:

1st, That great care be taken in the

selection of officers and teachers.

2nd. That a sufficient number of

classes be provided so that the require-

ments of all shall be fully met.

3rd. That separate rooms be provi-

ded for the classes as far as is possible.

4th. That the best literature be pro-

vided such as charts, maps, pictures, pa-
pers, and that we use the literature pub-
lished by our own church as far as is

possible.

5th. That each school organize a
Teacher Training class and secure the

course which has been prepared under
the instruction of our Southern Chris-
tian Convention by those who are spe-
cially fitted for the production of this

most excellent work.

6th. That each class after having
finished the course apply to Prof. S.

M. Smith, Raleigh, N. G, for the neces-
sary blanks and stand the examination
for diplomas.

7th. That the Sunday-school Hand
Book of the S. S. conventions, which is

being prepared by Prof. S. M. Smith and
will soon be out, be secured by all the
schools of our conference.

8th. That each school be represented
at our next annual convention, which
meets with Poplar Branch church on
Friday before the last Sunday in July,
1909, and all pastors in charge enphasi-
ze the election of these delegates and be
present themselves."

Rev. J. U. Newman, D. D. was chos-
en to deliver the next annual sermon
with Rev. P. T. Klapp as alternate. Gra-
ham was selected as the next meeting
place of conference. Parks Cross Roads
church is located in a prosperous and
thriving community, a people whole-soul-
ed, hospitable, kindly and cordial. Our
home was with Hon. W. T. Foushee and
his delightful family, and with Bro. Isaac
W. Parks and his interesting family of
happy boys and girls. The entertain-
ment was all that heart could wish, and
the good hours flew by all too rapidly.
The Conference was interesting through-
out and the work was of a high order.
