I. Religion and Prosperity.

This Conference last year re-

quested that I deliver a course of

Bible studies at this session, and

I have endeavored to comply with

that request. The book of Job has

been selected, but the Book con-

rains so much material, that it will

be very difficult to analyze the book

without e-itending the work too far

for the present occasion. It has

been my purpose to emphasize some

of +he general principles found in

his writings, and to make applica-

tion to modern life.

It is generally believed that the

book of Job is more ancient than

any other composition in the Bible,

excepting the Pentateuch. The

early Christian fathers and the

earlier Jewish rabbis accepted the

book as historical. While the au-

thor was dealing with historical

facts, he came forward with a moral

and religious object. It seems to

have been the author's purpose in

his work to widen men's views of

the providence of God, and set be-

fore them a new view of suffering.

The description of Job is simple

and suggestive. In his character

is shown that high integrity which

never fails to command respect. He

was just and upright, "feared God

and eschewed evil." His love for

his family was beautiful, and ex-

pressed itself in highest form in his

solicitude for their character. "As

priest of his family he carried thein

upon his heart before God, lest

by any chance in the midst of their

festivity they should commit sin

against Him." We are told that

he possessed great wealth, and from

the references made to his wealth,

we believe it was rightly used.

We learn three things about the

greatness of Job 's cha^g^**^ and in

order of their h0&ylance..

h F :

..itude toward God.

"He scared God, and eschewed

evil."

2. His relationship to his family.

"When the days of their feast-

ing were gone about, that Job sent

and sanctified them.''

3. The proper use of his vast

wealth. "I was a father to the

poor : and the cause which I knew

not I searched out."

A wealthy man maintaining his

integrity caused a council in

heaven. Dr. Morgan says,
'

' Heaven

is seen in argument with hell about

earth. God is heard speaking in

defence of man against Satan."

We see the good and bad things

appearing before God, and report-

ing to Him, and we learn that the

enemy is permitted to work out his

malevolent purposes always under

control. God called attention to

His servant Job, and gave His esti-

mate of man. "Hast thou consid-

ered My servant Job? for there is

none like him in the earth, a per-

fect and an upright man, one that

feared God and escheweth evil."

Satan's reply showed his estimate

of man. "Doth Job fear God for

naught? Hast not Thou made an

hedge about him, and about his

house, and about all that he hath,

on every side ? Thou hast blessed

the work of his hands, and his sub-

stance is increased in the land."

The enemy tried to prove that Job 's

religion was pure selfishness, for

he said,
'

' Put forth thine hand now

and touch all that he hath, and he

will curse Thee to Thy face." The

trials of Job teach us that man

cannot serve God selfishly, and Job

becomes a representative man in

the economy of heaven.

God has never ceased to have a

people in the world from the be-

ginning to the present time. They

stand in covenant relation to him.

In vain will we give him anything

else. Flocks, gold, silver, church-

edifices; he takes them to the one

side, and waits for us to give our-

selves, our hearts, understanding,

body; this give, for it is the only

portion He will accept. If we give

ourselves to Him ; he will give Him-

self to us. If we give our hearts

to Him, He will purify them from

all their defilements, and abide in

them.

We need to learn that God will

keep the feet of those who walk in

his paths, for we read in the Word,

"He will keep the feet of his

saints." He will not keep the feet

of those who simply seek to be

kept from eternal perdition ; but

of those who wish to be kept from

all steps that accord not with the

glory of God. He will keep the

feet of those who commit ali their

steps unto his keeping. But, God

will not keep even His saints from

trials, privations, bereavements,

worldly losses, perplexing combina-

tions, inward conflicts, the tongue

of slander and the misjudgment of

friends. He will keep them under

conquerors.

The good man's life is a struggle

of the outward with the inward.

The outward, in one form or other,

threatens to get the better of man.

Job said, "My righteousness I hold

fast, and will not let it go : my
heart shall not reproach me so long

as I live. "On this great contest

and agony the real interest of life,

and all its tragedy depend. It

delights the best feelings in man to

see the victory of the soul over

riches and prosperity. In the case

of many, take away their surround-

ings, and they are nothing. The

picture is worthless apart from the

frame. Others are great in any

circumstances. They do not make

the man. It is the man who makes

them interesting. They may
change, they may be reversed; the

man remains the same. "My lips

shall not speak wickedness, nor my
tongue utter deceit," said Job.

Under the Old Testament econ-

omy a large family was promised

as a special recompense to the pious.

Children are among the most prec-

ious of Heaven's gifts. Job was

blessed with a large family, for

we read, "And there were born

unto him
;

seven sons 'and three

daughters." It must have been a

happy home, for they seemed to

form a cherry and genial house-

hold. Innocent festivity is neither

unbecoming nor religious, for man
was not made to mourn, but God's

people are commanded to rejoice

evermore. His family were mirth-

ful, yet they were harmonious and

united. Few things on earth are

more beautiful than families whose

members are endeared to one anoth-

er by reciprocal affection.

There is no doubt that Job was

solicitous about the gaity and mer-

ry-making of his children, while

innocent in themselves, they have

a tendency to cause the heart to

forget God. For those who fre-
*

quent social banquets and indulge

in the world's delicacies are apt to

become loversof pleasure more than

lovers of God. As a man who
"feared God and eschewed evil",

Job could not fail to be concerned

about the social behaviour of his

children. He was constrained to

have respect to their spiritual and

eternal welfare. "And it was so,

when the days of their feasting

were gone about, that Job sent and

sanctified them, and rose up early

in the morning, and offered burnt

offerings according to the number

of them all : for Job said,
4

' It may
be that my sons have sinned, and

cursed God in their hearts.
'

' Thus

did Job continually." Even more

is it the duty of a parent to train

up his sons and daughters in the

nurture and admonition of the

Lord than to provide for their

home-comforts, education and set-

tlement in life.

Here is a father who did not

spare pain nor expense about the

religious education of his children.

He did not worship God, and allow

his children to go astray as did

Eli. Divine worship was maintain-

ed with unwearied regularity at

his home. And he did not believe

that his responsibility for his child-

ren terminated with their child-

hood, but he endeavored to promote

their welfare after they had arrived

at the stage of manliood and

womanhood. Religion and pros-

perity, though not commonly con-

joined, are by no means incompati-

ble. God's people should aim at

the possession of a piety which is

"perfect and entire, wanting noth-

THE TRIAL OF JESUS.

Jesus had spent his thirty-three

and one-half years of earthly life

with the sole purpose of doing the

Father's will, and that purpose

had led Him through scenes of toil,

hardship, opposition and misrepre-

sentation. From a merely human
standpoint it appears that the trial

to which He was subjected was

a most inconsistent culmination of

His earthly life. He had sought

only the welfare of the race. He
had come with the glad news of de-

liverance from sin. He had come

with a heart yearning for the sal-

vation of men. He had passed

through His public and private life

without a taint of sin. He had

shown meekness, gentleness, love,

truth, faithfulness and all other ex-

cellences of character under all sorts

of conditions. He had displayed

supernatural power, not for His

own advantage, but for the good

of man. He had poured out upon

the Jewish church an infinite wealth

of love, and that longing and yearn-

ing had found its highest expres-

sion in His unparalleled lament

over Jerusalem. That His labors

of more than three years should

be unappreciated by those in whose

behalf they were given was incal-

culably unfavorable, but when in

addition, those who were the ob-

jects of His tenderest solicitude

sought a judicial sanction of His

execution, it was inexpressibly sad.

Not only did he come "unto His

own, and His own received Him

not," but they sought by the most

unscrupulous methods to secure His

condemnation to death. The plot

ting of His enemies by the heartless

cruelty of a professed friend, had

at last brought Jesus apparently in-

to their power. Their prejudice

and rage would, no doubt, have con-

demned Him without a semblance

of a trial had they not feared the

people.

There is a pathos which attaches

to our Lord's experience at this

time. Those disciples whom He had

chosen early in His public ministry,

who had left all to follow Him, who

had been the especial objects of

His love, who had declared their

allegiance to Him, who had express-

ed their conviction that He was the

Son of God and who had seen dis-

played again and again His divine

power, at the moment when

friendly sympathy would have

counted for much, forsook Him One

of the twelve was a traitor, and

the other eleven left Him.

The sentence of death had been

determined upon beforehand by

His accusers, and the steps that

were taken to secure a semblance

of legality for the proceedings were

simple to make it appear that jus-

tice had been done. Almost to a

man the Sanhedrin, the highest

council of the Jewish church, was

against the prisoner. Pilate, the

Roman governor, and the judge

who could pronounce the sentence

of death, was a place-holder. Al-

though he had right ideas of justice

and was convinced that Jesus was

innocent, he feared to act against

the demands of the mob. There

was a blindly prejudiced mob de-

manding His death. There was a

judge who would act from policy

rather than principle. There was

accusation ungrounded and false.

There was an utter absence of testi-

mony bearing upon the cbj&rge.

That there was a better side to Pi-

late's nature there is no doubt, and

it is clear that his wife was disposed

to be just, but in spite of all Pilate

spoke the word that made Christ's

crucifixion possible. We are ac-

customed to say that Christ was

on trial before the council and be-

fore Pilate, and so in the technical

sense He was; yet we are disposed

to think that the Jewish nation it-

self was on trial as was also Pilate.

The condemnation of Jesus was se-

cured and His execution followed,

but the Jewish leaders condemned

themselves and passed upon them-

selves the sentence, "His blood be

on us, and on our children," which

had its fearful execution a few

years later, and Pilate who thought

he had saved his life politically in

the condemnation of Jesus soon

found that he had lost it. At best

the trial of Jesus was but a ming-

ling of hatred, self-interest and in-

sincerity. A court of justice that

would admit of such practices

would be censurable to the extreme

degree. Jesus came forth from the

trial condemned, but unscathed.

The declaration was drawn from

the Roman guarrl after the cruci-

fixion, "Truly this was the Son

of God. '

' From the trial and from

the grave He came forth trium-

phant, the almighty and ever-living

Christ.—In Bible Class Quarterly.

GOD IS OUR HELPER.

Ignorance and superstition look

on the mysterious forces in nature

and above nature as hostile forces,

or at least uncertain powers to be

doubted and dreaded. The Bible

gives us a more cheerful view. Ac-

cording to this Book the invisible

world is a friendly world. God is

man's friend and the angels are

our allies in the battle of life.

This encouraging truth is applic-

able to all needful work. We are

not left to work alone. The farmer

does not labor alone. He sleeps

at night, after the toils of the day,

and the seed which he has planted

grows while he sleeps, he knows

not how. God gives life to the

seed, fertility to the soil and sends

the early and the latter rain. The

physician, if he be an intelligent

and scientific man, may do some-

thing for the sick, but he cannot

heal the sick alone. Some myster-

ious force which he cannot under-

stand must come in to give effi-

cacy to the remedies he uses. Who
established the connection between

certain substancs found in nature

and the health and strength of

the body? God ordained this mys-

terious relation and He helps the

physician heal the sick.

The business man does not work

alone. He must follow fixed laws

of trade which ho did not ordain.

Happy if he can discover them, and

thrice happy if he is willing to

obey them. But woe to him if

he, in his self-sufficiency, shall work

against truth and justice. The

more money he makes in that way

the worse it will be for him. The

thinker who traces the hidden ways

of truth in nature and brings to

light valuable and helpful secrets

of life does not work alone. Some

one thought all these things out

before he was born. Some one or-

dained these helpful secrets of na-

ture left them there to be dis-

covered. It is God that gives the

astronomer and the philosopher

power to think and trace the

thought of the Creator in the uni-

verse.

The laborer, the mechanic, the

musician, the teacher, the politician

are all workers together with God

if they are faithful servants. They

must all be in line with God 's

thought if they mean to reach the

highest goal. The Lord is our help-

er, or our defeat is certain.

This is the secret of the success

of men who have been called to

labor and fight against tremendous

odds. "The race is not to the

swift nor the battle to the strong.
'

'

He that is with us is more than

all that can be against us. Gideon's

army was out-numbered and out-

classed, but he prevailed, because

the Lord helped him.

The other day a pastor found a

Christian mother who, more than

twenty years ago, had been left

to fight the battle alone. She had

three small children to care for.

To support those children, to edu-

cate them and bring them up re-

spectably in this world, where the

weak are trampled down by the

strong, in this age of expensive

living, was a task which no woman
could face without fear and trem-

bling. But she did it. Those child-

ren are now grown, well educated,

having all graduated from college

and other schools and are filling

profitable and honorable positions.

They are among the good and use-

ful citizens of the places where they

live. But she did not fight this

battle alone. The Lord was her

helper. He who said, "I will

strengthen thee, I will help thee,"

fulfilled His gracious promise to

her because she trusted in Him.

Right may seem to be defeated

and crushed, but it is only seem-

ing. "Right is right since God is

God, and right the day must win."

No one was ever yet confounded

who trusted in the Lord. In the

Lord Jehovah is our everlasting

strength.

Look to the highest for help.

There are other helpers or others

that offer help." The world offers

to help men. Many trust in the

world. Some trust in the evil, the

injustice, the folly of the world.

They are doomed to disappoint-

ment. There is a striking example

in the Old Testament which the

men of our day should heed. It

is recorded of Ahaz, one of the

kings of Israel, that "He said, Be-

cause the gods of the kings of

Syria help them, therefore I will

sacrifice to them that they may-

help me; but they were the ruin

of him.
'

' This is a vigorous record.

It should be carefully studied.

Some young men say, "The gods

of this world help those who serve

them. The dishonest, the unscrup-

ulous, the selfish, the corrupt are

the successful. They ride on the

crest of the wave, they have more

than heart can wish, they are

crowned with glory and honor. We

will serve their gods and they will,

help us also." But they arc the

ruin of them. Trust them not.

Trust in the living God. His help

may not come in thy way or in thy

time, but His help is sure.—New

York Christian Advocate.

ing."

This wealthy and good man be-

lieved that God had transferred

nothing to him in such a sense that

it had ceased to be His own. The

most exalted of created beings has

nothing whatever in this sense. The

kingdom of God is a kingdom where

every inch of the soil belongs to

the sovereign, where all the prop-

erty belongs to Him, and where He

is ever at perfect liberty to dispose

of everything as He will. And

this arrangement 'is not arbitrary,

but gracious. God disposes of all

things with reference to the happi-

ness of all.

Man insists upon being the sole

owner of what has been committed

to him. He wants to hold it for

himself and not for God. Then

when he loses it he gnashes his

teeth ; for he is without consola-

tion. What is worse than his loss,

he sees a tyrant upon the throne

of the universe, and as far as his

own misery is concerned, this

tyranny is a real one. But those

who look upon their possessions as

strictly speaking the possessions of

God, and who cherish a perpetual

readiness to yield everything at His

command, sustain no losses. They

do not perhaps get broken into the

habit of parting company with

loved and familiar things without

a pang; but with the pang there

is the consolation of knowing that

God has taken his own for some

good and sufficient reason, and that

a God of boundless goodness still

sits upon the throne of the universe.

' Naked came I out of my mother 's

womb, and naked shall I return

thither: the Lord gave, and the

Lord hath taken away; blessed be

the name of the Lord. In all this

Job sinned not, nor charged God

foolishly."

This age of prosperity and graft

needs men who seeing the vile uses

of wealth, can say, "But He know-

eth the way that I take: when he

hath tried me, I shall come forth

as gold." Personal prosperity

without godliness turns people's

heads, and they practice all manner

of injustice, wickedness and op-

pression. Money-getting has well

been called unhealthy when it im-

poverishes the mind, or dries up

the sources of the spiritual life;

when it blunts the moral sense, and

confuses the distinction between

right and wrong, virtue and vice;

when it stifles religious impulse,

and blots all thoughts of God from

the soul. Money-getting is danger-

ous, when it engrosses all one's

thoughts, leads a man to live mean-

ly and coarsly, and causes him to

find his deepest and most soul-

satisfying joy, not in the culture

of his heart or mind, not in doing

good to himself or others, but in

the adding of dollar to dollar.

We need rich men who will en-

rich our country by their riches,

in whom the people will feel the

richest and proudest ; who give

themselves with their money: who

open the doors of opportunity wid-

est to those about them! who are

ears to the deaf, eyes' to the blind,

and feet to the lame."" Such men
make every acre of land in their

community worth more, and make

richer every man who lives near

them. Voltaire said, "I know of

no great man, except those who

have rendered great services to the

human race."

The crying need of these times

is rich men of the Job type, who
are not looking for reputation, fi-

nancial power, or pay; but rich

men who go in the name of God
to help lift the burden from hu-

manity. Job said, "I delivered the

poor that cried, and the fatherless,

and him that had none to help

him. '' It was Matthew Henry who

said, "There is a burden of care

in getting riches, fear in keeping

them, temptation in using them,

guilt in abusing them, sorrow in

losing them, and a burden of ac-

count at last to be given up con-

cerning them. '

'

The richest man in all the East

believed in home. Here we find

him at his best. His public life

was a demonstration of his private

life. He was anxious that his

children should have a good time,

but he was more anxious that they

should be good and clean. "It may
be that my sons have sinned, and

cursed God in their hearts." He
knew that their safety depended

upon the character of the home.

The Christian hearthstone is the

sure foundation upon which to

build. In the family virtues are

cultivated which are a necessity

for life; and if there be not enough

moral principle to make the family

adhere, prosperity becomes danger-

ous and deadening, and our insti-

tutions will fall to pieces of their

own rottenness. Let us learn to

show piety at home. If we do not

there exhibit Christian character,

it is because there is no grace and

genuineness of character in our

soul. Home is the mightiest of

all tests of a man's character.

Job came from business, a man

of keen insight into the affairs of

the world, but with a heart pure,

and his thoughts holy. He loved

his family, but he hated the sin that

would wreck their lives. He appre-

ciated his wealth, and accepted it

as a gift from God. He seemed to

realize what true wealth meant, the

well-being of body and mind and

soul. Many are to be pitied whose

possessions possess them, the pos-

sessed of modern society. Those

most unhappy are those who use

their possessions merely to gratify

their pleasures.

FOR NOVEMBER 20, 1910.

By Dr. W. C. Wicker.

Jesus in Gethsemane. Matthew

26 :36-56.

Golden Text.—The Son of Man
is betrayed into the hands of sin-

ners.—Matt. 26 :45.

CRITICAL NOTES.

Gethsemane, (V. 26.) (probably

from Aramaic meaning oil-press!

such being doubtless in the vicini-

ty), the name of a small field, plot,

place, or olive yard just out of Je-

rusalem, over the brook Kedron,

and at the foot of the Mount of Ol-

ives, to which Jesus, as often be-

fore, retired with his disciples on

the night of his betrayal, and which

was the scene of his agony. The

Kedron runs in the bottom of the

deep glen, parallel with the eastern

wall of Jerusalem, and about 200

yards distant. Immediately be-

yond it rises the steep side of Olivet

now, as formerly, cultivated in

rude terraces. Somewhere on the

slope of this mount Gethsemane

must have been situated. Accord-

ing to Josephus, the suburbs of Je-

rusalem abounded with gardens and

pleasure grounds; now, with the

exception of those belonging to the

Greek and Latin convents, hardly

the vestige of a garden is to be

seen. The Sultan of Turkey allows

Jews to own estates there now and

they may restore or open up gar-

dens again as pleasure parks as

they were in the time of Christ.

I. . First Prayer. In this mid-

night after Jesus had come to Geth-

semane and placed eight of his dis-

ciples at the garden gate as an out-

er guard, and taken three, Peter,

James, and John, with him into

the garden as a body guard. He

began to be exceedingly sorrowful,

lonely, desolate; for even though

he could take his most intimate dis-

ciples with him -to the place of

agony, "He must tread the wine

press alone." So he said to them,

"Tarry ye here and watch with

me." He went a little and fell on

his face, prone, prostate, pleading

in prayer when the burden of the

sin of the world crushed down

heavily upon him. He was sorrow-

ful even unto death, and in his

agony he cried out, O my Father,

if it be possible, if it be possible to

save a fallen race without this suf-

fering, sacrifice for a sin-cursed

world, let this cup, cup of sorrow,

chalice of loneliness, the deep soli-

tude of grief and the indescribable

agony pass from me. . The agony

was so great, the load was so heavy,

the grief so deep his sweat became

as it were great drops of blood. He;

appealed to God, the Father, re-

vealing the fatherhood of God the

only hope of our deliverance in

Christ, He pleaded to be freed from

that tragic scene that awaited him

on Calvary, but with no thought,

purpose or desire to escape from

fulfilling his divine mission. This

cup of bitterness, loneliness, soli-

tude, suffering, agony, death-sweat

crown of thorns, denial, and scourg-

ing which were intensified by the

burden of the sins of the world

crushing down upon his bleeding

heart, and the cruel cross upon

which he was to suffer crucifixion,

ignominy, and shame but in spite

of all these bitter dregs of sorrow,

with submission and voluntary

self-sacrifice he continued his pray-

er, saying, nevertheless not as I

will, but as thou wilt.

II. . Second Prayer. V. 40-42.

After his first prayer he came to

his disciples and found them asleep

and said unto Peter, What, could

ye not watch with me one hour?

The day before had been very ex-

citing and now7 it was after mid-

night and the bodies of the discip-

les were naturally wearied. Jesus

told them to watch and pray, that

they enter not into temptation. He
could foresee Avhat they should have

to endure for his name's sake and

he continually instructed, wTarned,

advised and counselled with them

at all times and occasions to watch

and pray that they might be pre-

pared to meet the temptations when

they should come to try the ir souls.

He added, the spirit indeed is will-

ing but the flesh is weak.

He went a second, time to pray

and said, "O my Father, if this cup

may not pass away except I drink

it, thy will be done.L, Submission,

beautiful, subline, glorious submis-

sion to the divine will.

III. Third Prayer. 43. After

the second prayer, he came again

to the disciples whom he had left

to watch but they were found asleep

again and he went and left them

without disturbing their sleep and

prayed in the same words. He re-

turned to the disciples after the

third prayer and said, Sleep on

now, and take your rest. It seems

that he had finished his petition to

the Father to the fulness of his

heart's desire and was completely

resigned to the Father's will.

Behold, the hour is at hand, and

the Son of Man is betrayed into

the hands of sinners. He bade

them arise and let us be going. He

realized that he was to be appre-

hended and betrayed into the hands

of cruel men and that the time of

his betrayal was at hand,

IV. Judas Betrays Jesus. Ju-

das knew where to expect to find

Jesus and the disciples. He had

probably accompanied them to this

garden on several previous occas-

ions. Judas brought with him a

great multitude of Roman soldiers,

Jewish officers, Captains of the

Temple, Chief Priests and elders,

and their attendants, with swords

and staves, torches and lanterns to

take Jesus. Judas betrayed Jesus

with a kiss to point him out to the

soldiers. What deception could be

greater, greater, what sin blacker,

what crime more cruel than that of

the kiss of betrayal.

Judas had begun by small sins.

He first lost his love for the spirit-

ual and became self-centered, de-

veloping a love for the worldly, sin-

ful, sordid, until his degradation

reached the depths of human de-

pravity beyond which no human

heart can go, and yet how many

crucify Christ afresh each day and

how many betray him after having

assumed the duties or profession

of the Christian life.
