lieve, all things are possible to him that

believeth. Mark 9:23. Golden Text for

Sunday, December 1.

There is life in belief. There is death

in unbelief. Life and belief are in some

way inseparably connected. So are be-

lief and reality. You certainly must be-

lieve that a thing, or a condition, can be

before you will be instrumental in mak-

ing it be. The discovery of America was

an unheard of impossibility until Colum-

bus came forward with a belief that

the thing could be clone. It was an im-

possible task till belief made it possible.

The ocean today would have no cable

across it unless a Field had believed

that this impossible task could be done.

Air ships were impossible until the

Wright brothers came forward with the

belief that the air was navigable. Be-

lief ever and always blazes the way for

effort and endeavor.

Now it was on this fact of human na-

ture, and upon this psychological truth,

that Jesus the Christ based His life and

love and labor. His power was not only

abundant, but infinite. The method of

appreciation of that power was through be-

lief. Unbelief barred the door to Him,

and kept Him from a man's heart and

life. There was no way of communicat-

ing with His power, that is, the divine

power, to a man save by and through the

channel of belief. A man is just himself

and nothing more as long as he refuses

to believe in the power of Christ to help

him. When he believes in Christ then

an avenue of approach is made from him

to Christ. Belief is the channel. •

In the lesson, Christ had the power in

Himself to help the lunatic boy, and cast

the evil spirit out, as much before there

was belief on the part of the man as

afterwards; but He could not convey

it, until there was belief in Him.

There is sufficient power in Christ to

day to wipe out every sin in the human

heart, destroy every evil inclination, and

abolish all evil weakness and infirmi-

ties; and Christ would do this very thing

if all men everywhere would believe in

Him, and in His power to do this.

"I was just born with a quick temper

an d can't control it," says one. And you

never will control it until you believe that

Jesus Christ can and will control it for

you, if you will only let Him.

We haven't the power to wipe out any

of our sins, jDassions, evil inclinations,

weaknesses, destructive spirits, but Jesus

has the power to do these thing's for us;

and He will do it if we only believe in

Him. Belief is the channel through which

blessings flow from the Master to us; and

the reason why we do not get more pow-

er and more blessings from Him is be-

cause we haven't a stronger belief, a

deeper and more abiding faith in Him.

How shall a man have belief, have

faith, a saving belief, a power bringing

faith? Well, the man in the lesson tells,

"I believe; help thou mine unbelief."

when our belief is not stronger enough,

we have ever before us One who can help

us, and will, if we in fear, and in what

faith we have, call upon Him.

GREENSBORO.

The above view gives a glimpse of tne

host of the North Carolina and Virginia

Conference last week. In 1889 this Con-
ference sent Rev. L. I. Cox to Greensboro
to see what could be done in organizing

and building a church at this place.

Early in the year 1900 Bro. Cox organ-

ized a church with 22 charter members,
and at I he Conference of 1900 the church

was admitted to membership. It was
from the beginning a wide awake, loyal

and active baud of workers. Bro. Cox-

served till 1902 as pastor and fathered

the building of the edifice shown above.

Following Bro. Cox, Rev. L. F. Johnson
was called to the pastorate of the church

for full time. Successor to Bro. John-

son, Rev. J. YV. Bolton of Ohio served

for two years as pastor. Following Bro.

Bolton, Rev. L. E. Smith served as pas-

tor till in September when he left for

a course of study in Princeton Universi-

ty. Rev. H. E. Rountree the present

pastor was called to succeed hTm and lie

gan work here the first Sunday in No-
vember. The good people of this wide

awake church laid themselves out in their

entertainment of Conference last week.

Conference was never taken care of bet-

ter nor more satisfactorily. Everything'

for convenience and comfort that could

well be thought of was done, and done

cheerfully.

This church seems to us to have a great

future. The membership is loyal; the

building is ample, convenient, comfor-

table, and the people learn to love and

trust their pastor. Already their hearts

are being knit to Bro. Rountree who
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seems at home and happy in his greal

work.

From a mission church this came quick-

ly to be a self-supporting body and now
ranks amongst the most ready and liber-

al and large hearted of all our congrega-

tions. In Bro. Rountree they have a

leader whom they will love and trust,

and the great work so well done here by

his predecessors will fare well in his

hands. Dr. Staley writes fittingly of the

Conference and important matter crowds

out what we had intended to say.

EDITORIAL COMMENT.

Carnegie and Ex-Presidents.

Mr. Andrew Carnegie through his im-

mense fund, set aside for benevolent, pa-

triotic and philanthropic purposes, pro-

poses to give ex-Presidents of the United

States, and their widows during widow-

hood, a pension of $25,000. a year each.

Of course, as the decision is announced

a storm of protest arises. Wherefore we

want to remark that our capitalists who
become generous certainly do have a

hard time giving away their money.

Every time one of them decides on a

great benevolence a whole gang of croak-

ers cry out. When Rockefeller in par-

ticular made his great gift to help fight

the hook worm disease in the South we

feared they would actually do violence to

the Deacon.

If Vr. Carnegie wants to pension ex-

Presidents and their widows why not let

him do it. The aggrieved claim that the

United States Government is able to Ten-

sion and to take care of its own ex-presi-

dents and their widows. The fact ' is,

however, that the United States Govern-

ment has not so far taken any steps in

this direction and the ex-Presidents and

their widows have to do like other folks,

and get along as best they may.

Now, ex-Presidents should maintain a

certain sort of dignity. They should be

able to give the benefit of their talent,

time, and experience to the general good

of government and citizenship without

being obliged to work for tlueir daily

bread. They have a knowledge of affairs

and a vital touch with govermental mat-

ters that should be valuable, if employed

for the common good. Besides, a man
who has carried the burden of this na-

tion for four or eight years in the White

House deserves treatment and care above

the average. He has earned a rest and

a competence. If the Government he has

served will not gi\e him this, then let

„ Mr. Carnegie or any other philanthropist

who has the means and desires it do so.

It is a pity that a man cannot give away

his money in \ eaee, without being howl-

ed at by ' the critics and croakers. It

would be a caution to see what some of

these critics would do with their money

—

if they had any, which they are not like-

ly to have by the way, to share

—

Progress of Negroes.

A recent writer in the Christian Re-

corder gives some interesting facts, ob-

tained principally from the census report,

about the progress of the Negro race

since 1860. In these fifty-two years the

race has increased in population from

4,000,000 to 10,000,000. They have pro-

perty valued at $600,000,000. About 1,-

000,000 farms are in control of negroes

and they own about 200,000 of these

farms. Inadequate census figures show

343,000 negroes who own their own

homes. They have 135 private high

schools of their own, 30,000 teachers, 82

banks; 500 news parers and periodicals.

They have 1,500 lawyers, 2,100 physici-

ans, several thousand ministers; they

have 149 wholesale houses
;

9,098 retail

merchants, and 1,186 manufactories, and

2,000,000 children in school.

Of course thousands are thriftless, in-

dolent, penniless and ignorant yet; and

many will continue ro for time to come.

But these census figures indicate a mark-

ed and commendable growth, and show

that the colored citizen is getting a firm

foot hold as property owner and educa-

tor in the United States.

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ELON COLLEGE LETTER.
The churches of the the Christian

church have all now had their annual

Conferences and are entering upon a

new year of service. Oftentimes we wait

until the spring of the year to begin ag-

gressive work for the Lord. We have

had a hard pull to get ready for Confer-

ence and we desire to rest a little. That

is our weakness. The King's business

requires diligence, not slothfulness, and a

woe is pronounced upon those who are

at ease in Zion. A Christian ought never

to let any rest period, any period of in-

activity come into his life, because such

periods beget an inertia that is hard to

overcome. Our most successful pastors

are those who have realized this and so

begin at the first appointment of the

new year to enter aggressively upon tasks

before them.

These pastors do not return to their

churches declaring that "Conference has

asked us for more next year than last

and I hardly think we can do it," They

make the announcement, of course, but

express faith in the church's ability to

do it and emphasize the joy it will yield

all to do it. They do not natter a few

loyal ones by declaring that they do their

part and, if all would do likewise, every-

thing could be raised and more. But

they get busy to see that everybody does

his part.

One such pastor has the happy way of

sending a circular letter to each member

of each of his country congregations, en-

closing him twelve envelopes for his

monthly offerings and among other words

of encouragement and trust and love

adds in his letter for 1913 the following

telling phrases :

" "Let us as pastor and

people strive to do our best for Christ

and His Kingdom this Conference year.

Will not you, my dear member, endeavor

to be present at each regular appoint-

ment, Saturdays and Sundays, if not

providentially hindered, and do your best

to make each service just what God would

have it be? Some of us in the past,

probably, have not done our best for God

and His church. We have robbed God of

the time and means which He has given

us. "Will a man rob God? Yet ye have

robbed me. But ye say, Wherein have

we robbed thee? In tithes and offerings.

Bring ye all the tithes into

the storehouse, that there may be meat in

mine house, and prove me now herewith,

saith the Lord of Hosts, if I will not

open to you the windows of heaven, and

pour out a blessing, that theer shall

not be room enough to receive it,"

"Can God depend upon you? I trust

so. Let each one dedicate himself to the

Lord, and to the work of His church,

and do his whole duty, according to the

talent, which God has given you, and ac-

cordingly as the Lord has prospered

you."

This minister never fails to bring up

all his churches as banner churches and

each year there is a copious ingathering

of those who have been saved. The

churches that raise their Conference ap-

portionments and pay their preacher and

are liberal to the Lord's work are the

churches that are growing in member-

ship. And it must ever be so.

Brother patsor, you may not see fit to

use the method of the good Shepherd of

the flock mentioned above—it might not

be best in your field,—it might not be

best for you, but you should adopt some

plan and get the same good results which

this brother achieves or your ministry

will fail of its highest attainment. We
laymen are not stingy; we are not unwil-

ling to do our duty; we have done it

many times during our church's history,

and we will do it ever, but we must be

led, and you pastors are our leaders,

we are sheep. You are our shepherds,

and, as Dr. Staley says, it is your duty

to shear us, and we will enjoy the shear-

ing and the Kingdom will prosper by

reason of it, Can the church depend on

you? I believe it can. I know it will,

and it is with you to say whether the

coming year is to mark' an advance in

our churches.

. I herewith record my hope, my belief,

that the ministers of all our Conferences

are this year to render their best year's

service in leading us laymen to do our

duty. I have attended all the Confer-

ences but one and I have heard from that

one, and I think I have seen evidences

of a new determination, under God, to

make 1913 the best year yet of all in

our inspiring history. Brethren of the

ministry, we both are ready, under your

leadership, to make it so. We challenge

you. Will you lead us? So mote it be.

WHY THE CHANGE?
By Rev. D. E. Millard.

During the earthly ministry of our

Lord the Sacred Record informs us that

great multitudes followed Him from place

to place "And the common people heard

him gladly." They did so, notwithstand-

ing the powerful and bitter influence that

was arraigned against him. Those who

became His followers were mainly of this

class. They stood for what was best in

humanity. And when the Great Teach-

er came, whose words passed beneath the

cold forms of religion and revealed its

deeper principles and tyfej, their quick

untaught perceptions beheld, and their

hungry and suffering hearts felt, that He
was their friend, their helper, and they

"heard Him gladly."

Has it not been so always in the past?

Why, "then, should it not be so now? It

must be confessed that the attitude of

the common people toward religion, in

these later days, has changed. This is

apparent from the few men in attend-

ance at church services, the many vacant

pews in the large city churches, and the

dropping out entirely of so many country

churches. Truly it is an important ques-

tion for us to consider why this is so.

Have the great multitudes so changed

that their religious impulses are less gen-

erous and responsive to the gospel now,

than when Christ taught? Or has some-

thing else, something other than the real

life and teachings of -Christ come to an-

imate religious organizations, and the

nominal church. So that the opposition,

when analyzed, is not so much to reli-

gion, as to that which has usurped its

place, and is quite different in its spirit

from the teachings of its Divine Founder.

It must be admitted that in far too many

churches in this "progressive" age more

deference is paid to social distinction than

to downright religious earnestness.

In Christ's time the multitudes were

impressed with the profound sinceiii'iy,

the downright honesty, and the heavenly-

mindedness of Jesus Christ. They saw

in Him the highest and best exhibition of

the truth of the Gospel. And so the

multitude heard Him gladly. Let the

same spirit possess the hearts of all

Christians as it does of some to-day; let

it permeate the whole church; let it be

breathed from every pulpit and exhaled

from every life of every one who has

named himself a follower of Christ, and

much of the opposition, and a large share

of the indifference to religion that pre-

vails in the world, will vanish—nay, will

give way to earnest faith and hearty ac-

ceptance of Christian truth. . . .with

this spirit more fully possessed by "the

church and dwelling in the hearts of

of those who hold forth the word of life,

a mighty change would be wrought. Let

Christ thus preach through His people

and the multitude will hear Him gladly

still.

As the icy winds of winter begin to

blow across tbe land then it is that the

poor, especially in the lar°:e cities, are

nrade to realize the extreme bitterness of

their condition. Then it is that the ter-

rible contrast between the indigent and

the well-to-do manifest itself most

strikingly. And nowhere, probably, lis

poverty more cruel, more galling, more

humiliating, than in the city in winter

time.

Here in Norfolk, although so far, the

weather has been relatively mild, we are

already betrinninff to hoar the calls for

assistance comin? from those who may he

reckoned *mong the "stranded" ones

along: the shores of society. At Third

Church yesterday there stole into our

Sunday school, unshaven and illy-groomed

an individual giving his residence in Ken-

tucky, representing himself as "broke"
and out of employment and in distress.

He was referred to the proper charitable

organization of the city for assistance.

Several times of late I have been asked

upon the street for money to get food,

fuel or shelter.

"The poor we have with us always"

doubtless, and yet what or how to do with

them is becoming an increasingly difficult

question.

Almost every person in need will assign

some plausible excuse for their condition

and never will any of them frankly con-

fess that they alone are responsible there

for. But, that this is true in some cases,

yes many cases is undeniable.

There is in our land still a large number

of ne'er do-wells, thriftless, wanton,

prodigal of money when they have it who
sooner or later fall upon evil times when

they are compelled to seek the aid of

those who have been more thoughtful and

provident. But always they say eitheer

that they find nothing to do, or that their

health has failed, or that society has

given them no chance. What can be done

with such persons as these?

Then, and this class is found especially

in our cities, there are those who live by

their wits, trusting to fake schemes, shady

proposition or mayhap the card table to

keep going. Sooner or later these also

find their schemes play out and are left

"broke." Their efforts to sustain them-

selves are sometimes almost desperate,

for they are not competent in any way,

so far as skill or useful knowledg- to

earn an honest living. They "bluff"

their way along as far as possible, and

often wind up by suddenly leaving for

"other parts" where the are less well-

known, where they begin their old games

an c] tricks anew. None bities these.

Then there are the worthy poor, the

widows, orphans, and physically helpless

ones, who are meritorious objects of as-

sistance. When the snows drift, the bleak,

pitiless winds howl and bellow under the

eaves and you uather beside a cheerful

fire, or around a hoard bountifully spread

with the good things of life, remember

these and let your heart go out to them.

There is only one old man in Confer-

ence among the ministers —Rev. James

W. Wellons—who is the same age of the

Conference. He will be eighty-seven on

next New-year's day, and takes as much

interest in the work of the Conference as

the youngest member. His presence is an

inspiration and his words are wise. His

reminiscent words in the fellowship meet-

ing at the close of the Conference were

touching and historic. "I have seen seven

thousand penitents come to the altar. I

have gone into the stream in baptism with

thousands. I have received thousands in-

to the church. I have buried, I know not

how many. I joined the Conference

fifty eight years ago. I love the work

and Hove the brethren." Then he said:

"I went a few years ago to old Barrett's

church in Va. where I formerly served

when a little boy.

The friends of my

childhood are gone. The members and

laymen of the Conference when I became

a member are all gone.

There was sometimes during the Con-

ference sharp discussion, but at no time

acrimonious debate.

The speaking features of the session

were President Holt's opening address on

His analy-

sis and fair dealings with others in these

papers commend them to the honest seek-

display, color painting, or rhetorical de-

ception, but a straightforward and dis-

criminating tracing of history and Biblical

interpretation,. The Christian Church

will come into her own some day by such

statement of the Principles and such il-

lustrations of them as this Conierence

revealed. More and more the Christian

Church is entering the cities and thous-

ands already stand on her platform in

personal convictions but have , not, as yet,

the courage of these convictions. Old asso-

ciations,affiliations, and personal interests

hold them back; but such feelings and

thoughts grow and time will make tne

conviction so strong that the pent up

feelings will become actions.

I think the keyword to the main pur-

poses of this conference for the future is

"Missions," and the body provided for

three addresses on missions by Dr. Har-

per at the next session to be held at Leb-

anon.

It was a great personal pleasure to me

to attend this conference again. By this

Conference I was licensed, ordained, and fc

led into the ministry. I met many old

schoolmates and pupils who were once

under my instruction. I met two who were

converted in my early ministry. Some

said: "You received me into the church

and baptized me."

The reward of early friendships, the

eye to eye meeting of many who had read

the "Suffolk Letter, "the privilege to

preach to my mother conference and old

friends, added a new joy to service and

the hope of reward.

Very little legislation is looked for

at this session, as the country at large has

changed the features of the present body

considerably.

King of Italy to use his e'ood offices in

bringing about more conciliatory attitude

on the part of Montenegro and Servia to

Turkey. The Balkins are bringing the

"unspeakables" to their sense at any

rate.

Post Master General Hitchcock says

that political campaign literature sent
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through the mail this this year has caused

a deticit ,in postal receipts of at least

$81,781,000. which would have been a

profit of more than $1,000,000, but for

the unlimited franking privileges of offi-

cials at Washington- "Political dope"

causes the deficit, it is declared and the

people must pay. During the year the

Government handled 310,245,000 pieces

of franked matter weighing 61,371,000

pounds.

The Federal Council.

The second quadrennial council of the

Protestant churches of America; thirty-

two denominations, with a membership

of over 17,000,000, is to convene in Chi-

cago, December 4-10, 1912. This Council

plans large tilings, and is seeking for a

more thorough understanding of the pos-

ition of each denomination and a closer

sympathy and cooperation of all the

churches of Protestantism. The follow-

ing stanza has been adopted as the battle

cry of the Council:

"Like a mighty army moves the Church

of God.

Brothers, we are traveling where the

saints have trod.

We are not divided, all one body we,

One in hope and doctrine, one in charity."

We do not see how words could be

chosen that are more appropriate than

these. We trust the Council will accom-

plish all that it has undertaken in the

way of breaking down the barriers be-

tween the different sects and hasten the

day of delightful fellowship when there

will be a united Church to fight a united

fee.

They

themselves are to be the soldiers and

their wagons, etc, are in requisition!,

p artial law is proclaimed and each bak-

ery has a soldier standing guard over the

flour within that has been brought into

requisition. When we purchase a loaf of

bread we do so at the order of the sol-

dier."

Unconfirmed reports are that the

Turks are meeting reverses on all sides,

and at Adrianople, in a fierce battle re-

cently 30,000 Turkish troops were tak-

en prisoners. All reports are closely cen-

sured, however, and it is difficult to tell

how matters go along the firing line. It

will take weeks to learn definitely and

authoritatively.

War in the Edit.

It is no mock war the Balkan States

are waging against Turkey. Both racial

and religious hatred are involved and

aroused to the depths, and the soldiers on

both sides are fighting with a fierceness

terrible to contemplate. The unspeakable

Turk is in Europe by dint of rapine and

pillage and plunder, and has maintained

himself there only by virtue of the diplo-

macy of the Powers who are envious of

each other. The Montenegrins touched

off the fuse that caused the present ex-

plosion and the Balkan States have

sprung at the throat of Turkey like beas'n

"upon hated and hunted prey. A mission-

ary of the Methodist Episcopal church

writing recently from Sofia gives this

vivid picture which he says obtains

throughout Bulgaria

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GETTING EVERYBODY ENROLLED.
Many schools are now adopting the

plan of canvassing the community or con-

gregation of their particular churches

with a view to getting everybody in reach

in the Sunday school. This is not as big

a task as it would appear on its face.

Get several enlisted in the work and it

can be done.

Go about it with a committee to make

up a list of everyone in reach of the

school who do not attend or does not

properly belong to some other school.

Then check off those who are members of

your school and attend regularly.

Have every member of the family visited

and use the utmost endeavor to get their

names on the regular roll. If this can

be done, work to get them in the home,

department, mothers' department, cradle

roll, or in some "way connected with the

school.

A committee of twenty can canvass the

usual size community in a single after-

noon. Impress upon their minds that the

next Sunday after the canvass will be a

big day in the school. The novelty of the

thing will bring a large attendance the

next Sunday; it is then up to the teachers

and superintendent to see that they are

interested sufficiently for them to desire

to come hack the next Sunday.

WHERE EVERYBODY TOOK PART.

The program for the Christmas service

of the First M. E. Sunday school of

Everette Mass., contains thirty-three

items. Many of them are musical, of

course, but there was something for every

class and for all ages: recitations, solos,

carols by classes, exercises, readings and

an address.

Special activity is always in

evidence during the winter season, as

many as thirty homes being gladdened by

this one class at Christmas time. The
accompanying illustration shows one of

two large wagon loads of goods distribut-

ed with their good wishes for a Merry

Christmas during the last holiday season.

No one other thing has done more to

advertise the class; the sympathetic touch

always finds a warm response in the

hearts of the people. It has fostered

and developed a more intense loyalty

among the members for every class inter-

est ; men always believe strongly in any

organization that stands for practical

and definite things. It has magnified the

spiritual and practical Christianity in a

generous sharing of what they have with

those who have not, thus commending and

attracting to Christ and his teachings

those who have not yet felt the warmth

and glow of the Christian life and its

helpful service.

INTERESTING THE OUTSIDE.
Often there are business or profession-

al men in a village who have not attend-

ed Sunday school for many years. Yet

they are men of high character, whose

example and influence would be of great

service to the young people of the school.

A general invitation might be disregarded,

perhaps not understood to be given se-

riously. Hence, it will usually be better

to ask those persons to give addresses or

take other parts in the exercises of some

special occasion. Or they may be asked

to talk to some class on a particular les-

son, or speak at the meeting of one of

the clubs. Women of tact and social in-

fluence, may be asked to speak to girls'

classes and clubs, on various kinds of

undertakings best adapted to their organ-

izations, on ideas of womanhood pr gra-

cious manners; skillful housewives may
be intended to give courses of lessons in

domestic econemy, cooking, mending,

cleaning, etc. When these persons have

once contributed to the work of the

school, their interest will be aroused, and

they can be induced to undertake regular

and permanent responsibility.
