The 156th Annual Convention of the Diocese of North Carolina

convened in Christ Church, Raleigh, North Carolina, on Friday, January

28, 1972, at 10:00 A.M. The Bishop of the Diocese presided, with the

opening devotional service (prepared by the Diocesan Liturgical Com-

mission) being led by the Reverend Philip R. Byrum, rector of Christ

Church, Albemarle.

On motions duly passed, the Reverend Carl F. Herman was re-

elected Secretary of the Convention and his appointment of the Rev-

erend Philip R. Byrum as Assistant Secretary was confirmed. The Rev.

Mr. Herman certified the presence of a Constitutional quorum in both

orders, whereupon the Bishop declared the Convention duly convened

and ready for business.

The first report of the Committee on Constitution and Canons was

submitted by its Chairman, Mr. Henry C. Bourne. He read the amend-

ments to the Constitution that the Committee proposed to offer for final

adoption on Saturday, January 29, 1972, as follows:

Article III, Section 6, and Article IX, Section 1.

Mr. Bourne then moved, in behalf of the Committee on Constitution

and Canons, that it be discharged from further consideration of the

proposed amendment to Article III, Section 3, of the Constitution, re-

ferred to it by action of the Annual Convention of 1971, having to do

with Voting in Convention by new clergy. The motion was seconded

and passed, and the Committee was discharged accordingly.

Mr. Bourne offered a similar motion of "discharge from further

consideration" of a proposed amendment to Canon XXI, Section 1, fixing

the maximum membership of a parish vestry at eighteen (18). A sub-

stitute motion was offered by Mrs. John Clayton Smith that the said

Canon be amended by deleting the word and numeral "twelve (12)" in

line seven, and substituting in place thereof the word and numeral

"fifteen (15)." The substitute motion was seconded and passed and the

proposed canonical change, as amended, was held for final action on

January 29, 1972.

Mr. Bourne moved that the Committee on Constitution and Canons

be discharged from further consideration of the proposed amendment

of Canon XXI, Section 1, having to do with the addition of a "proviso"

regarding procedures for electing the vestry of a parish. The motion was

seconded and passed, and the Committee was discharged accordingly.

Proposed amendments to Canons XXIV, section 1 ; XX, sections

1 and 3 ; XXVII, sections 1 and 2 ; XXI, section 1 ; XXXI, sections 1
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and 2(b), together with the descriptive title of this Canon; and XXXII,

sections 1 and 4, were read.

Mr. Bourne then read a proposed amendment to Article III, section

3, of the Constitution and moved its adoption on first reading. The

motion was seconded and passed (see page 179).

Mr. Bourne then moved the adoption on first reading of amend-

ments to Articles III and IX of the Constitution—changing the words

"seventeen (17) years of age or older" to read "adults." The motion

was seconded but defeated.

The Suffragan Bishop of the Diocese, the Right Reverend W.

Moultrie Moore, Jr., made his annual address to the Convention (see

page 104).

Noonday Prayers were offered by the Reverend William P. Price

who, as Chairman of the Committee on Memorials and Petitions, read

the list of deceased members of the Convention since the Annual meeting

of 1971 and offered appropriate prayers (See page 181).

The report of the Committee on New Parishes was presented by

the Reverend William P. Price, Chairman, who moved that St. Titus'

Church, Durham, be admitted into union with the Convention as a

parish. The motion was seconded and passed. The priest of this congre-

gation, the Reverend E. Nathaniel Porter, was recognized. Father Porter

introduced to the Convention the four lay delegates from St. Titus'

Church, and the Bishop extended the greetings and congratulations of

the Convention to both priest and congregation.

The Bishop introduced the following clergymen who had become

canonically resident in the Diocese since the time of the 1971 Annual

Convention, or who are serving here full-time, but are not yet canonically

resident: The Reverend Messrs. Wilson W. Sneed, D.D.; John I. Jessup

III, Frank G. Dunn, John S. McDowell, Jr.; James E. Baltzell, Michael

T. Malone, Ph.D.; Fred C. Pace, and Philip S. Brown. The Reverend

Mr. Brown is a clergyman of the Methodist Church now serving as

Executive Director of the Penick Home.

Nominations in accordance with the provisions of Rule of Order

XVII were called for and received for the following offices: Standing

Committee, Diocesan Council, Deputies to the General Convention,
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Trustee of the Diocese, Trustee of the University of the South, Board

of Managers of the Thompson Orphanage, and Directors of the Episcopal

Home for the Ageing, Inc.

In connection with the aforesaid nominations, on separate motions

of the Secretary of the Diocese, duly passed, the rules were suspended

and the following nominees were unanimously elected:

1. Mrs. Paul Dickerman, representative of the Episcopal Church-

women to the Diocesan Council for a three-year term.

2. Mr. James M. Davis, Jr., representative of the Episcopal Laymen

to the Diocesan Council for a one-year term.

3. Mr. Mark Abbott, representative of the Youth of the Diocese

(nominated by the Youth Commission) to the Diocesan Council

for a three-year term.

Resolutions were called for and referred to the Committee on Reso-

lutions.

The Convention took recess for lunch at 1 : 00 P.M. served in the

parish house of Christ Church by the Churchwomen of that parish. The

afternoon session began at approximately 2:15 P.M.

On motion of Judge Bason, Chairman of the Committee on Cre-

dentials, duly passed, Mr. Hobart Steele was approved as an alternate

delegate from Holy Comforter Parish, Burlington, in place of Mrs. Ella

Harper.

The report of the Secretary of the Diocese was presented by the

Reverend Carl F. Herman (see page 119).

The Secretary then informed the Convention that there was only

one ( 1
) nominee for Trustee of the Diocese and only one ( 1 ) nominee

for Trustee of the University of the South. In view of this fact and on

separate motions of the Rev. Mr. Herman, duly passed, the rules were

suspended and Mr. Joseph B. Cheshire, Jr., was elected a Trustee of the

Diocese for a three-year term; and Mr. William A. Goodson, Jr., was

elected a Trustee of the University of the South for a three-year term.

The first ballots in the election of members of the Standing Com-

mittee and also of Deputies to the General Convention were taken.
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The report of the Director of Program was then presented to the

Convention, as follows (see also page 131) :

a. An introductory statement by the Reverend Alwin Reiners, Jr.

b. A film presentation, "Measures for Change."

c. The delegates were divided into eight (8) groups according to

the number of Communicants in the congregation they represented or

served. Each group heard a report from a parish delegation of like size

on helps received from the process of analyzing and evaluating its own

planning procedures. The reporting groups were from the congregations

of St. Alban's, Davidson; St. John Baptist, Wake Forest; St. Mark's,

Raleigh; All Saints', Charlotte; St. Anne's, Winston-Salem; St. Ambrose,

Raleigh; Holy Innocents', Henderson; and Holy Comforter, Charlotte.

The Convention reconvened in a regular business session at 7 : 45 P.M.

The Elections Committee reported that the Reverend Robert L.

Ladehoff had been elected a member of the Standing Committee. Second

ballots were then taken both for Standing Committee and Deputies to

General Convention.

The report of the Treasurer of the Diocese was presented by the

Reverend Sidney S. Holt and, on motion duly passed, accepted and

ordered printed in the Journal (see page 182).

The second portion of the report of the Director of Program was

presented by the Reverend William H. Hethcock (see page 131).

The report of the Episcopal Churchwomen was given by Mrs. Wiley

J. Long, Jr., President (see page 147).

The report of the Episcopal Laymen having been submitted by title

(see page 142), Mr. James M. Davis, Jr., President, spoke of plans for

the 1972 Annual Convention of this group.

Mr. Jack Smith, President of the Diocesan Youth Commission, re-

ported plans for the annual Youth Convention to be held in three

regional Conventions on three succeeding weekends, instead of attempt-

ing to bring all Youth delegates together at one time and place.

The Committee on Elections reported that the Reverend Roderick

L. Reinecke had been elected to the Standing Committee. A third ballot

was taken in an attempt to secure an election in the lay order.

The report of the Committee on Reports of the Trustees was pre-

sented by its Chairman, Mrs. Isaac H. Manning, Jr. (see page 145).

On motion of Mrs. Manning, duly passed, the funds received by

the Trustees of the Diocese from the sale of St. Philip's Mission, Salisbury,

(now closed) are to be paid to the Vestry of St. Luke's Church, Salisbury,

of which the former members of St. Philip's are now Communicants.

Mrs. Manning moved, in behalf of her Committee, that the accum-

ulated funds from eleven trusts in the total amount of approximately

$76,000.00 be not allocated by this Convention but that the matter be

referred to the Diocesan Council for further study, a report thereof, with

recommendations for disposition, to be made to the Annual Convention

of 1973; and further, that the Resolution from Christ Church, Raleigh,

and that offered by Kathy Goddard and Jack Smith likewise be referred

to the Diocesan Council for consideration in connection with the afore-

said study. The motion was seconded and discussion followed.

The Reverend Peter C. Robinson moved, as a substitute, that the

aforesaid funds be used in the same way and with the same guidelines

and for the same purposes as the Diocesan Council has set for the use

of similar funds in actions taken by the Council at its January 1972

meeting. The motion was seconded and, after considerable discussion,

by common consent action on it was postponed until after the hearing

of the Report of the Directors of the Penick Home on Saturday, January

29, 1972.

The first ballot in the election for members of the Diocese Council

and the Board of Managers of the Thompson Orphanage was taken after

the adoption of the following Resolution offered by the Reverend John

A. Gray, Chairman of the Committee on Dispatch of Business:

"Resolved, that in the Diocesan Council election, of those

elected in the clerical order, the three persons receiving the

highest number of votes be declared elected for three-year

terms, and the one receiving the fourth highest number of votes

be declared elected to fill the unexpired term of one ( 1 )
year in

the Class of 1973."

The Convention took recess at 9:30 P.M.
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SECOND DAY— SATURDAY

The Corporate Communion of the Convention was celebrated at

8:30 A.M. in Christ Church by the Bishop of the Diocese, the Second

Service approved for trial use being used. The Bishop was assisted by

the Suffragan Bishop, the Reverend Messrs. B. Daniel Sapp and Carlton

O. Morales, and by two lay persons. The Offering was for the Bible and

Common Prayer Book Society of the Episcopal Church.

The Convention re-convened for business at 9:45 A.M. The report

of the Penick Home was presented by Mr. Edward E. Yaggy, Jr., Chair-

man of the Board of Directors (see page 167).

The Committee on Elections reported that:

1. Dr. Charles W. Orr had been elected to membership on the

Standing Committee.

2. Those persons whose names appear on page 9 of this Journal

had been elected Directors of the Home for the Ageing, Inc.,

Class of 1975.

3. The Reverend Robert L. Ladehoff and Messrs. Lloyd G. Mumaw
and W. Thurman Starnes had been elected to the Board of

Managers of the Thompson Orphanage for six-year terms.

4. The Reverend Messrs. Keith J. Reeve. Alwin Reiners, Jr., and

William L. Williams and Messrs. Thomas Ruffin and Joseph J.

Summerell had been elected to the Diocesan Council for three-

year terms; and the Reverend C. Phillip Craig had been elected

to the Council to fill an unexpired term of one year.

5. The Reverend Messrs. L. Bartine Sherman and William H.

Hethcock, Dr. Eleanor S. Godfrey and Mrs. William Cole had
been elected Deputies to the General Convention.

Further balloting was conducted in the General Convention and

Diocesan Council elections.

There being no more Resolutions offered for reference to the Com-
mittee on Resolutions, the Chair declared the report of the Committee on

Reports of Trustees was again before the Convention and that debate

was in order on the substitute motion of the Reverend Peter C. Robinson.
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The Reverend Richard N. Ottaway offered the following amend-

ment to Father Robinson's substitute:

"That of the $76,000.00 in Trust Funds and other funds now

held by the Trustees of the Diocese, $40,000.00 be paid im-

mediately to the Directors of the Episcopal Home for the

Ageing, Inc., for the purpose of beginning a building and

expansion program at the Penick Home in Southern Pines."

After further discussion, a motion of the previous question was

passed, after which the Ottaway amendment was adopted; whereupon,

the Robinson substitute, as amended, was adopted (see page 146).

On motion duly passed, the report of the Committee on Reports of

Trustees, as amended, was approved.

The Committee on Elections reported as follows:

1. That Mr. James H. Revis had been elected to the Diocesan

Council for a three-year term.

2. That the Reverend Messrs. Peter C. Robinson and John A. Gray

and Messrs. Henry C. Bourne and Don P. Blanton had been

elected Deputies to General Convention.

On motion of the Reverend John A. Gray, duly passed, the rules

were suspended and the following persons, having received the next

highest number of votes in each order after those already elected Depu-

ties, were declared elected Alternate Deputies to the General Convention

:

The Reverend Messrs. E. Dudley Colhoun, Jr.; Carl F. Herman,

E. Nathaniel Porter and Roderick L. Reinecke; and Messrs. M.

Eugene Motsinger, Jr.; Henry W. Lewis, Jacob H. Froelich, and

Howard Manning.

The Chairman of the Department of Finance of the Diocesan

Council, Mr. Thomas Fanjoy, presented the proposed Episcopal Mainte-

nance Budget for 1972 in the amount of $183,830.00 and moved its

adoption. The motion was seconded and, after a brief discussion, passed

and this budget was adopted (see page 183).

Mr. Fanjoy then moved the adoption of the 1972 Church's Program

Budget in the amount of $486,867.00. After explaining the increases and
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decreases as compared with the budget of the previous year, Mr. Fan-

joy's motion to adopt was duly passed, (see page 184).

The second report of the Committee on Constitution and Canons

was presented by Mr. Henry C. Bourne, Chairman. Mr. Bourne, on

behalf of the Committee, withdrew the previously announced proposed

amendments to Canon XX, sections 1 and 3; Canon XXVII, sections

1 and 2; Article III, section 4, and Article IX, sections 1 and 3 of the

Constitution, all having to do with changing "seventeen (17) years old

or older" to "adult" or "adult Communicants."

On separate motions of Mr. Bourne, duly passed, amendments to the

following Articles of the Constitution were finally adopted on second

reading: Article III, section 6, and Article IX, section 1 (see page 179).

On motion duly passed, Canon XXI, section 1, was amended in

accordance with the action taken on the same the previous day (see

page 179).

On separate motions of Mr. Bourne, duly passed, the following

Canons were amended: Canon XXIV, section 1 ; Canon XXI, section 1

:

Canon XXXII, sections 1 and 4; and Canon XXXI (see pages 179-181).

The Reverend Alwin Reiners, Jr., moved that the final report of the

Task Force summaries be printed in the 1972 Diocesan Journal. The

motion was seconded and passed.

The report of the Committee on Resolutions was presented by its

Chairman, Dr. A. Douglas Rice, who began by announcing that the

Resolution offered by the Reverend E. Dudley Colhoun, Jr., having to

do with the marriage Canons had been withdrawn and hence was not

before the Convention.

Dr. Rice then moved the adoption of the Resolutions at the con-

clusion of the report of the Division of Ecumenical Affairs. The motion

was seconded. The Reverend James S. F. Abbott moved that the Reso-

lution be amended by the deletion of the second paragraph thereof.

The motion was seconded and passed. (The deleted portion is not

printed in this Journal.)

The Reverend James H. B. Kenyon offered a substitute Resolution,

the substance of which being to have this Convention memorialize the
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General Convention to withdraw the Episcopal Church from the Consul-

tation on Church Union and seek a new and different approach to

ecumenism. The motion was seconded, whereupon, on motion duly

passed, the substitute Resolution was tabled and the original Resolution,

as amended, was adopted (see pages 189 & 190). (Father Kenyon's

Resolution is not printed in this Journal. A copy may be secured from

him or from the Secretary of the Diocese.)

The Resolution offered by the Vestry of St. Thomas' Church, Reids-

ville, asking the persons nominated as Deputies to the General Con-

vention from this Diocese to express to this Convention their opinions

concerning the trial Services, was, on motion duly passed, rejected (see

page 190).

Dr. Rice, in behalf of the Committee on Resolutions, reported

unfavorably on the Resolution of the delegates from Christ Church,

Raleigh, in regard to advance circulation of Resolutions, budgets, etc., to

come before the Annual Convention. On motion of the Reverend L.

Bartine Sherman, the following motion was duly passed:

"That the intent of the Resolution offered by Christ Church,

Raleigh, relating to Resolutions at Diocesan Conventions be

referred to the Committee on Dispatch of Business for study

and such action as it may wish to propose to the next Con-

vention."

The Resolution was given to the Chairman of that Committee.

On motion duly passed, the Resolution offered by Miss Kathy

Goddard, and printed on page 191, was adopted.

The report of the Committee on the Bishop's Address was presented

by Mr. Francis O. Clarkson, Jr., Chairman (see page 192). On separate

motions duly passed, the two Resolutions contained in this report were

adopted.

The report of the Committee on Institutions was presented by Mrs.

Elizabeth W. Grant, Chairman (see page 194).

The report of the Committee on Miscellaneous Reports was pre-

sented by Mr. Herbert Knight, Chairman (see page 195).
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The Bishop announced the nomination of the following persons for

positions or offices indicated below and, at his request, and on separate

motions duly passed, the nominees were confirmed, as follows:

The Bishop also announced the appointment of the Canonical

to the Reverend John A. Gray, retiring Chairman of the Committee on

Dispatch of Business, for valuable and loyal service to the Diocese in

tnis capacity. Father Gray made appropriate response.

The Resolution of Courtesy was read by Mrs. W. Clary Holt and,

on motion duly passed, unanimously adopted (see page 196).

There being no further business, the Convention adjourned sine die

at 1 : 25 P.M. following closing prayer and a blessing by Bishop Moore.

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Address of the Bishop

My Brothers in Christ—
My Convention address is in two parts. The first you might call

a State of the Church report since there will be no report by the com-

mittee of that name this year as they are asking to be discharged. And

the second part is a look into the future.

As I go about the diocese there are certain impressions which I

gather that strike me rather strongly. First, the diocese seems to have

stabilized from its traumatic upheavals of two years ago which surrounded

college chaplains, the General Convention Special Program, and the

Notre Dame Convention. Many who were disappointed and bitter at

these experiences have taken a second look at them, and, although not

convinced one way or the other, feel that they may have overreacted

and see these events as part of the troubled days in which we live and

they have once again put their shoulders to the wheel and are pushing

for their church.

Secondly, there is a growing interest on the part of people in

parishes across the diocese to become involved in meeting the human
needs of society in the name of their Christian citizenship and to use

their talents for community improvement. This is probably an indication

of an attitude that is prevalent throughout our country. People love their

country and their community. They want to see injustices abolished.

They want to see life for all people improved and we would hope that

it is the Christian conviction of our people that is urging them in this

direction.

Thirdly, and here I may be a little bit blind, but I feel that there

are better race relations in the diocese which are demonstrated in meet-

ings, study groups, and action programs across the diocese, arranged and

conducted by both black and white congregations. Thus far, this has

resulted in better understanding and better cooperation. There has also

been more black visibility in the life of the diocese which is hard to

achieve when such a small percentage of our communicants are non-

white; but this has been aided by white congregations and white leader-

ship as well as an increased participation on the part of black communi-

cants in our diocesan life.
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Fourthly, I feel that there is a renewed interest on the part of youth

and young adults in this diocese, not only in Christianity but also in the

institutional church. They want their church, they need their church,

but they want it to be a strong and an alive church.

Fifth, and here again I may be a little bit on thin ice because I

have no way of checking each congregation, but from what is reported by

wardens and rectors, there is an improved financial situation in both

large and small parishes. I am cognizant that some parishes are still

having a difficult time for one reason or another, but there are congre-

gations, both small and large, that are pulling out of that situation and

can report a ten percent increase, a six percent increase, the largest and

most successful canvass in the history of the parish. As far as the diocesan

budget is concerned, the financial situation is stable, as you can see from

the reports. It is not as good as we would like to have it. You do not

recover from a loss of $160-170,000 overnight, but we are on solid

ground. However, there is an indication of a growing demand on the

part of both individual communicants and vestries to have more freedom

in choosing the areas of the Church's Program that they support.

Lastly, a very good sign is a new leadership on the part of laymen

and laywomen in the program of their parish churches. Adults and

young people alike are moving out from being content with taking care

of property and changing light bulbs to demanding and being given a

place in developing program, sharing in discussion of worship, and

especially in Christian education. It is in this area that we see a new

interest in the Biblical and theological bases for the Christian life and

the relationship of Christian people to their fellow man and to society

at large. All of us rejoice in this, bishops and clergy alike, and we hope

this trend will continue.

There are some less positive observations, however, but I feel that

even these have within them seeds of hope and progress. There continues

to be unhappiness about the National Church, particularly about stock

proxies, the position taken on General Motors in South Africa, the World

Council of Churches and the National Council of Churches. The General

Convention Special Program has faded somewhat from the forefront

of people's thinking, but I do not mean to infer that it is still not a

major issue with some people.
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I do sense that the Services for Trial Use, which have been a hard-

ship for some people, have led to a renewed interest in the life of prayer

and corporate Christian worship. The Sunday morning worship service

is being observed and participated in with a new point of view.

The Consultation on Church Union, better known as COCU, never

had much support in this diocese and, apparently, it now has even less.

This seems to be true nationwide and it is a little hard to evaluate. I do

not feel that this means that the Episcopal Church is any less ecumenical

minded but obviously is less interested in the Plan for Church Union.

One thing which disturbs me very much, and it is probably due to

lack of communication, is a failure on the part of the diocese to support

the one institution which is owned by the diocese where we are the sole

decision-maker, and that is the Penick Home. This is one of the most

attractive, well-run residences for well-aged in this entire area, and

even though some parishes have made a special effort to have the mem-
bers of their congregation know the Home and its members and have

given it special interest, the Home has not received the support which

it needs and deserves, and you will hear something more about this

later in the Convention.

On a little brighter side it does seem to me that a new trust level

is developing in the parish and in the diocese—between the man in the

pew and the ordained leadership—but there is still a lack of trust when

we get further from home.

Well, this is a spotty picture but an improved picture and one that

holds for us a great deal of hope. The threats and the fears that the

Church was dying have proved to be unfounded. The Church in this

diocese is very much alive. It may not be as alive as some of us would

like it or it may not be moving exactly in the direction in which some

of us would like; but one thing we can say is that it is far from being dead.

Now let me look into my crystal ball and share with you some things

with which, I feel, we must concern ourselves in the future.

First, the relationship of the diocese with the National Church.

Communication and participation are vital to any relationship. As

Episcopalians we are a world-wide church, a national church, and a

diocesan church. We are not a congregational church. No one of us
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joined St. John's, St. Mary's, St. Paul's or Trinity Church. We joined the

Episcopal Church which is a province of the Anglican Communion. We
profess a belief in the one holy Catholic and Apostolic Church. We cannot

hide in building a congregation of our own design. Each congregation

is only a way station in man's spiritual pilgrimage which he is charter-

ing and mapping according to the faith and teachings of the one Catholic

and Apostolic faith as understood by the Anglican Communion. There-

fore, we cannot exist as a congregational church and therefore we must,

as a diocesan church, keep the doors open with the National Church

and with the whole Anglican Communion.

We have tried to improve this relationship by what is at times a

laborsome system of communication, but this is essential regardless of

its cost. The difficult place is in the area of participation, and one way in

which we participate in our National Church is through our deputies to

General Convention. So I would be bold to suggest that the elected

deputies from this diocese to the next General Convention design a

program of listening to people of the diocese. Every person, however

remote from the diocesan system, should have an opportunity to be heard

by these deputies and to feel that he is being heard so that he can feel

that he is being represented. And after the Convention, we all should

do whatever we can to make sure that good reporting is done by the

delegates to lay people all over the diocese. I believe that it should be

made clear, in advance of the Convention, that these are legitimate

expectations on our part of those who are elected deputies to the General

Convention. This is at least one step that can be taken to improve our

relationship with the National Church.

Secondly, people all over the diocese are aware of the radical changes

taking place and are equally aware of the anxious feelings these radical

changes produce, and they are open to facing the changes and dealing

with their anxious feelings. It was with this in mind that we planned the

meeting which you may have read about in the press or in The North

Carolina Churchman between the clergy of our diocese, and any other

clergy who cared to come, and the North Carolina Department of Public

Instruction. Every member of our diocese is related to public education

one way or another. We all pay for it by taxes, some people are employed

by the school system, and a majority of our people have either been

educated in the public school system or now have children who are stu-
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dents in public schools. Here is an area where we are all having to cope

with change and the stresses of change that reach not only into our

work but into our communities and into our homes.

An outgrowth of the meeting which was held with the clergy and

the Department of Public Instruction is that our Racial and Urban

Affairs Committee has begun planning a program which will enable

citizens in our communities to understand better the public school

system and to learn how they can be of service and support to it. This

program is in its infancy and in the early stages of being designed, but

it has already gained the full endorsement and cooperation of the State

Department of Public Instruction and we anticipate creating a significant

ministry to the needs of our parishioners in this vital area. It would be my
hope that this program will become effective and will have the support

of the members of this diocese.

Third, another step in the direction of meeting the needs of others.

An action was taken by our Diocesan Council which, in my crystal

ball, holds great hope for us. The Trustees of the Diocese in reviewing

our trust funds found that there was $9,000 of trust money, the purposes

of which had ceased to exist. In this particular instance this money fell

within the jurisdiction of the Diocesan Council. The Diocesan Council

also received for its disposition $15,000 from the sale of property. At

its meeting in January, the Council adopted a program that will make

this money available to congregations of the diocese who have projects

within their community that they feel are worthy of support.

You have also been informed by The North Carolina Churchman

and your Convocation meeting that this Convention must dispose of

$75,000 of trust money, the purposes of which no longer exist and which

are in the jurisdiction of this Convention. The Committee on the Report

of the Trustees is authorized to bring some plan before this Convention

for your consideration. It may be that they will want to add that money
to the program already designed by the Diocesan Council. It may be

that they have some other plan in mind. It is my hope that whatever

you decide that this money be made available to people in this diocese

who are struggling to meet the changes and needs of their lives.

One does not have to look into a crystal ball to know of the

desperate situation of the placement of clergy in the Episcopal Church
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throughout this nation. There must be new and better ways beyond

those which already exist to achieve a better placement of clergy, both

in parochial and non-parochial situations. The reason that we are so

overstaffed at the present moment has many different causes. First, we

were too successful in our recruiting of men for the ministry. A second

cause is a disillusionment on the part of some clergy with the parish

ministry. A third reason is inflation which has made it economically

impossible for some smaller congregations, even with diocesan assistance,

to be able to provide a minimum salary for a clergyman and his family.

A recent report on the distribution and deployment of clergy that covers

the years 1966 to 1970 states that the annual rate of increase or the

total number of clergymen is diminishing and that at the present time

only three fifths of the total number of clergymen in the Episcopal

Church are serving in parishes. In the past five years there has been a

steady decrease in the number of parochial clergymen and if this trend

should continue, it can be anticipated, says this report, that in another

five years the parochial ministry will include only one half of the total

number of Episcopal clergymen.

Now there has to be an answer to this problem which is becoming

a major issue in our church. And one of the answers may have to do with

what we now call tenure. As all of you delegates know, when a parish

calls a clergyman they call him for a life tenure unless they choose

canonical means to dissolve that pastoral relationship. This whole propo-

sition of tenure has a bad effect not only on the clergyman but on the

congregation. It highly influences the type of a man that is called to

the job and it influences the conditions on which the man accepts the

position in a congregation, it says a lot to him and to the congregation

about his own dignity and his own value and his own worth. It seems

to me that in the future, and this one is not only in my crystal ball but

in that of a lot of other bishops and clergy of the Church, that even

if we do not abandon the concept of tenure, we will move into a con-

tractual relationship between clergy and vestries. And by a contractual

relationship I mean that before a man accepts a call to a congregation

and before a congregation will call a man, they will both put down in

writing their expectations, the expectation the congregation has of the

clergyman and the expectation the clergyman has of the congregation.

They will set a time limit to this contract and they will spell out in the

contract what the salary and housing will be and what vacation times
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will be and what provisions there will be for continuing education and

for hospitalization so that this clergyman will be able to live with this

vestry and the vestry with the clergyman in a clear-cut understanding of

what everybody is about and how they hope to achieve it. It will destroy

some things. It will destroy patronage which has had a deadly effect on

the clergyman who feels that if I'm a good boy, they will be good to me.

It would eliminate these gifts and provisions that are made under the

table and that are not included in the clergyman's salary on which he

becomes dependent and which begin to affect his creative thinking and

which affect the creative thinking of the congregation. It seems to me
that within the lifetime of most everyone in this Church, we will come

to the day when a clergyman will accept a call to a parish for three

years or five years, or whatever both parties agree to, with an annual

evaluation of the vestry and its behavior by the rector and an annual

evaluation of the rector and the way he conducts his work by the vestry,

with a built-in opportunity for each to speak openly as human beings,

one to another, about the ministry of the Christian Gospel and the

witness of a congregation and how it is to be achieved. We can then

measure performance in relation to agreed upon expectations. This will

remove us from all of the little, tiny things that constantly accrue and

make for bad relationships which are built on a tenuous basis of call and

tenure and destroy the dignity of the clergyman as well as destroy the

dignity of the congregation and can make of the parish enterprise a

weak and unhealthy experience. I believe that a contractual relationship

between a clergyman and his congregation would make the parish

ministry a more viable vocation as far as ordained clergy are concerned.

It would strengthen the congregations. It would strengthen the vestries.

It would strengthen the clergy and would eliminate a great deal of the

division that can so easily develop within a congregation.

Well, this may be a little lengthy, but in my opinion the issue of

the 70's in our Church is the ministry, and I don't think it would be

out of order for this Convention to ask either an existing committee of

the diocese such as the Program Task Force, or some other committee,

to take a real hard look at the whole process of calling of clergy, of

contractual relationship, including whether clergy ought to provide their

own housing, and to report back to our next Convention with a policy

which can be instituted as a policy of this diocese and will not be in

conflict with our National Church Canons.
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And while we are talking about appointing committees, I am very

much concerned about the decision-making process of the diocese. It

seems to me that the time has come for us to look at our Diocesan

Council, our Diocesan Convention, and the may other committees which

we have, such as Trustees, Investment Committee, Standing Committee,

Program Task Force, Commission on Ministry, all of which make im-

portant decisions about the life of this diocese and all of which operate

separately and oftentimes with the encumbrance of one having to wait

for another to meet before one can make a decision. Those of you who

are on vestries and want to sell property or buy property or become

involved in other business transactions know of the problems which are

involved when you have to be cleared by one or more committees.

I do not know how the decision-making process can be improved.

I have had ideas which I have expressed to the Diocesan Council before

but have not met with their approval. I question the need of all of these

separate boards. Although Diocesan and National Church Canons may
call for them, I do not believe that the Canons are so tight that they

cannot either be changed or that another method could not be devised

to adjust to the existing Canons. My own personal feeling is that one

Diocesan Council made up of all the committees and commissions which

are now charged with the functions of program, ministry, investments,

trustees, Standing Committee and finance, which met four times a year

at a stated time, with everyone on the Board having a portfolio and an

investment in what was happening, might serve the people, the parishes

and the diocese in a far more efficient and meaningful way than we
are at the present. This is not to express any unhappiness on my part

with the membership of any of the existing committees or boards. My
point is to bring together in one Council all the committees and com-

missions to improve communication and decision-making and eliminate

duplication, lack of action, and lack of direction and purpose. The time

may well be when we need a study committee to look at the decision-

making of the diocese and to report to our next Convention.

What I am trying to find in my crystal ball is what every Christian

person is trying to find in his crystal ball and that is a church that is

alive and vital, a church that is full of faith and full of good works, a

church where Jesus Christ is found and proclaimed, a church where the
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life style of that church is determined and matched by its profession

of faith.

Years ago when Americans first started to travel abroad on a large

scale they came back with the stories of beautiful cathedrals standing

in the midst of slums. They called this hypocrisy. You may have heard

your parents or friends make some such comment. Well, the Church

today is in a similar situation. All around us there are people crying for

help, spiritual help, physical help, material help, crying for love and

for'care. The Church cannot just sit and maintain its own house with

deaf ears to the cries of the people about it. Yes, our profession of faith

must develop a life style that will meet the wants and needs of others.

We must get about our Lord's business and bring a cup of cold water

to those who are thirstv.

As we continue to work with the missions of this Diocese, it is

obvious that no two are alike. Each is an individual situation. One of

our tasks is to try to understand each one and encourage it to do its

"own thing."

presentation to this Convention. While not every mission in the Diocese

can be a St. Mark's, I would encourage other missions to follow their

example. One of the very helpful things that this mission has done has

been to develop a statement of purpose. This is not an easy thing to do,

and it requires much study and soul searching; but it is essential if a

mission is to realize its purpose for being.

One of the great hindrances to the advancement of the Gospel in

many of our churches is a lack of understanding as to why a church

is in business. What is it that we expect to happen there? What does it

mean to do the Gospel in this time and this place? What is the strength

of this mission? What is its weakness? Where are we going? How do we

expect to get there? These are simple questions much easier to ask than

to answer. In this time in history, we can no longer afford the luxury of

a church that has no sense of mission or any understanding of its purpose.

In the case of St. Mark's Church, after wrestling with the problem

of stating a purpose for some six months, this is the statement that they

produced.

"The purpose of this congregation is to help each other experi-

ence and worship God, openly share the good news of Jesus

Christ, and respond in love to the needs of our neighbors."

Another important area of a church's life that we are asking our

missions to take a serious look at is, the job description for their clergy-

man. We find this to be an increasingly greater and greater cause of con-

flict and misunderstanding. It is impossible for a clergyman and a

congregation to work satisfactorily together unless each has a clear

understanding of what the job is. We find that many congregations have

unreasonable expectations of their clergymen and because these expec-
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tations are not fulfilled, hostility and resentment build up. Likewise, the

clergyman may have expectations of the congregation that are unreal.

These need to be openly faced by the minister and the congregation.

We are fortunate to have in our Diocese, a division of our Task

force called "Services to Congregations." Members of this division are

undergoing extensive training in the whole area of organizational develop-

ment, and they are available to assist the missions and parishes of the

Diocese with some of the problems that I have just related. Already,

they are in consultation with three or four missions, and we anticipate

that their services will be asked for by others.

As far as my own expectations for the missions are concerned, they

center around three things. The first is worship. The most disturbing

things that I find as I travel up and down the length of this Diocese

is that in so many instances the worship in many churches is sterile and

barren. For some strange and unaccountable reason, many Episcopalians

lose their voice the moment they walk in the Church door. They go

through the service in a routine and a mechanical manner as would a

team of robots. There is no shine in their eyes, no song in their hearts,

or joy on their faces. There is no wonder, therefore, that many of our

young people turn to the "Jesus Movement," or many parishioners

desiring a more meaningful experience of God seek this outside of the

Church in identifying with Pentecostal groups or others who experience a

great joy in being in the presence of God. In my mind, the "Jesus

Movement" and the "Pentecostal Movement" are a judgment upon the

Church. For us, the worship of God should be the most exciting, the

most joyful, and the most wonderful experience of our lives.

To me, one of the chief reasons for liturgical experimentation is to

make worship more meaningful. One of the things that "Trial Use" has

done for us is that it has centered our attention upon worship. Observa-

tion has been that the churches that have experimented with "Trial

Use" are beginning to recover the meaning of worship even if they

return to the 1928 Prayer Book. The old familiar services take on a new

meaning and are offered in a more joyous spirit. I am mindful of the

fact that "Trial Use" alone is not the whole answer for the recovery of

worship and the renewal of the Church. I identify with those who love

the "Book of Common Prayer" and the magnificent poetic language

that it contains. I am reluctant to give it up. However, I recall that we
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would never have acquired the great heritage of the "Book of Common
Prayer" had we not been willing to experiment with change. In 1549

when the services were translated from Latin into English, so great was

the resistance of the worshipers at St. Paul's that the troops had to be

called out to quiet them. Although some of our churches have been

reluctant to experiment with the "Trial Services," I do not recall of any

places where it has been necessary to call the troops to prevent a riot

in the congregation on Sunday morning. My hope and prayer is that

each congregation in the Diocese will make an earnest effort to improve

i the
r
quality of its worship. Let us discover what the psalmist meant when

he cried, "O be joyful in the Lord, all ye lands: serve the Lord with

i gladness, and come before His presence with a song."

My second expectation is in the area of service. The Church exists

not to serve ourselves, but the Lord and the world. Regardless of our

opinion about the General Convention Special Program, it has taught

the Church to focus attention not on ourselves but upon the world for

which Christ died. The function of the Church is not to reflect the world

but to reflect on the world so that the world may know that we care

about each other. Our task is to build a loving community so that by

God's grace we can begin to match our action with our rhetoric.

My third expectation is financial. I believe that love manifests

itself in giving. I am greatly encouraged by those missions which increas-

ingly are assuming a larger measure of their own expenses and are par-

ticipating in the total program of the Church. My observation is that a

number of our missions which have been the object of patronage for

years have hostile feelings toward the Diocese for continuing to support

them year after year with no questions asked. We need to develop an

open and honest relationship between the missions and the Diocese.

The Diocese exists to help the missions become a self-respecting, respon-

sible, and loving body of Christian people.

The January issue of The North Carolina Churchman carries a

lengthy article about our College Chaplains, which I hope most of you

have read. Little more needs to be said at this time about this phase of

the Church's Program. The $82,100 budgeted for 1972 for the ministry

to colleges and universities is the largest that we have asked for in a

long time. We do this without apology because we believe the college

and university campuses of our Diocese constitute one of the most vital
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areas for ministry that we know about. It is imperative that at this time

in history the Church be on the college campus with a first-rate team.

I believe that we have this team in the five College Chaplains who
represent the Episcopal Church on the campuses of Wake Forest, Duke,

the University of North Carolina at Greensboro, the University of North

Carolina at Chapel Hill, and North Carolina State University. The

Suffragan Bishop believes wholeheartedly in the College ministry, and

he is confident that you, the members of the Diocese of North Carolina,

will offer this ministry your loving, generous and enthusiastic support.

The year of 1972 will mark my thirtieth year of service in the

Diocese of North Carolina. During the last five years as your Suffragan

Bishop, I have seen some tremendous changes, both in the Church and

in the world. In spite of some of the problems that we face, I am pro-

foundly optimistic about the future of the Church, particularly the

Church in this Diocese. I believe it is a "Great Day" for the Church.

I am encouraged by the enthusiasm that many of the young people are

showing for the Church today. Many of them are taking an active part

at every decision-making level in our Diocese. Our laity are showing a

willingness to ask vital and probing questions about the Church and its

mission in today's world. Impatience with trivialities and a renewed

dedication, love and service in the name of our Lord, is manifesting

itself. Our clergy are making an earnest and sincere effort to upgrade

themselves professionally, to sharpen their skills, and to improve their

knowledge of what the priesthood means in this Church at this time

in history.

The Apostle, Paul, sums up my feelings when he writes in II

Corinthians, chapter 4, "We are often troubled, but not crushed; some-

times in doubt, but never in despair; there are many enemies, but we
are never without a friend; and though badly hurt at times, we are not

destroyed. We never become discouraged. We fix our attention, not on

things that are seen, but on things that are unseen. What can be seen

lasts only for a time; but what cannot be seen lasts forever."

of the Diocese of Kentucky.

Consented to the Ordination and Consecration of the Reverend

Harry Coleman McGehee, Jr., as Bishop Coadjutor of the Diocese of

Michigan.

September 8, 1971, at Raleigh:

Recommended the Reverend John Adkins Moulton II, Deacon, to

the Bishop for Ordination to the Priesthood.

Recommended the Reverend Harmon Lee Smith, Jr., Ph.D., an

ordained minister of the Methodist Church seeking Ordination to the

Diaconate in this Church under the provisions of Title III, Canon 12,

to be ordained Deacon, said recommendation to be effective upon the

applicant's becoming a Communicant of this Church in good standing.

Consented and advised the Bishop to give his written consent for

the Vestry of the Church of the Good Shepherd, Asheboro, to borrow

from People's Savings & Loan Association of that city up to $83,000 for

the construction of a new church building and additional Sunday School

rooms at the present site of said parish. This loan, with interest at 8%
and having prepayment privileges without penalty is to be secured by a

mortgage and deed of trust on all the existing property of this parish

and the improvements to be made thereon as aforesaid and is to be

retired in twenty (20) years or less from the payment of pledges by the

parishioners and /or other funds raised by the Vestry for the purpose.

Advised the Bishop to approve a GCSP grant to the Black Youth

Forum of Durham, under the provisions of its amended application, the

same being in accordance with a recommendation of the Senior Wardens

of the Episcopal Churches in Durham, the recommendation being made
with the understanding that appropriate officers of GCSP will inform

the applicant of the provisions of section 501(c)(3) of the Internal

Revenue Code and require the applicant's compliance therewith.
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October 13, 1971, at Raleigh:

In accordance with the provisions of Diocesan Canon XXX, section

1, confirmed the Bishop's nominees—the Reverend Robert N. Davis and

Dr. Richard Watson—as members of the Diocesan Commission on Min-

istry until the next Annual Diocesan Convention.

Instructed its President to send warning letters as required by Canon

XXIV to the Rector or Priest-in-Charge and the Senior Warden of

nine (9) Parishes and thirteen (13) Organized Missions, all found to

be deficient in one or more Canonical requirements for remaining a

Parish, or an Organized Mission, in Union with the Convention of this

Diocese.

December 8, 1971, at Raleigh:

Acted as Council of Advice to the Bishop.

Consented and advised the Bishop to give his written consent, as

follows

:

1—For the officers of the Thompson Orphanage and Training Insti-

tution, Inc., to grant to the County of Mecklenburg a permanent

sanitary outfall line easement across the property of the said

institution, located off Margaret Wallace Road in the said

County, in consideration of which the said County will con-

struct, at its own expense, the connection of the aforesaid insti-

tution's existing sewer system to the proposed new sanitary outfall.

2—For the sale by the Vestry of St. Paul's Church, Smithfield, of its

old rectory property located at 614 South Second Street, Smith-

field, North Carolina, to Thomas D. and Grace B. Puckett for

the sum of $13,000.

Consented to the election of a Bishop Coadjutor by the Diocese of

Colorado because of the Diocesan Bishop's plan to retire in 1973.
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Consented to the following Ordinations and Consecrations:

a—The Very Reverend Wesley Frensdorff as Bishop of the Diocese

of Nevada.

b—The Reverend Morris Fairchild Arnold as Suffragan Bishop of

the Diocese of Massachusetts.

c—The Venerable Albert W. Hillestad as Bishop Coadjutor of the

Diocese of Springfield.

d—The Venerable William Alfred Franklin as Bishop of the Mis-

sionary Diocese of Colombia.

e—-The Venerable Lemuel Barnett Shirley as Bishop of the Mis-

sionary Diocese of Panama and the Canal Zone.

Received a report that the warning letter under the provisions of

Canon XXIV, sent by the President as previously directed by the Com-

mittee, had resulted in the removal of Canonical deficiences in the case

of three (3) Parishes and four (4) Organized Missions.

Requested the Committee on Constitution and Canons to recom-

mend to the 1972 Annual Diocesan Convention the amendment of

Canon XXIV so as to require the survey of Parishes and Missions to

be made annually.

REPORT OF THE DIOCESAN COUNCIL
In accordance with Section 8 of Canon XVI, the Diocesan Council

submits this report to the 156th Annual Convention of the Diocese of

North Carolina.

The Diocesan Council held four regular meetings between the

Diocesan Convention of 1971 and the Diocesan Convention of 1972.

May 25, 1971

The Council authorized the transfer of $100,000.00 reserve funds

from the custody of the Treasurer to the common trust fund, and called
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on the Department of Finance to recommend a policy regarding the

appropriate amount of reserve funds to be accumulated.

The Department of Finance was constituted to include a Sub-

committee on Budget, charged with the preparation and presentation of

the 1972 Budgets, along with a study and recommendation on the ques-

tion of quotas and restrictive pledging.

A revised salary scale to become effective January 1, 1972, was

adopted, including a new $7,000.00 minimum salary for Chaplains and

Mission Priests.

September 22, 1971

A 1972 Episcopal Maintenance Budget in the amount of $183,830

and a 1972 Church's Program Budget in an amended amount of $542,687

were adopted.

On recommendation of the Sub-committee on Budget, the Council

acted to make the Director of Racial and Urban Affairs a full-time

employee with offices in the Diocesan House in Raleigh, beginning in

January, 1972.

The Sub-committee on Budget informed the Council of a new

program on quotas and local church giving to be instituted in the Diocese

of New York, and a committee was appointed to study this report and

other material in regard to quotas and giving.

November 23, 1971

A report on the reserve funds of the Diocese, recommending that

the policy adopted by the Convention of 1953 to accumulate reserve

funds equal to 100% of the disbursements for the last three years in each

budget, was adopted by the Council. The Council referred to the Sub-

committee on Budget questions raised regarding minimum financial

requirements of the Diocese, for a further report in May, 1972.

The Sub-committee on Budget was instructed to prepare recom-

mendations for the Council in regard to the disposition of two funds,

totalling $24,225.00, referred to the Council for disposition by the Trus-

tees of the Diocese.
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January 7, 1972

The Sub-committee on Budget reported that 22 churches with total

program quotas of $112,221.00 had not responded to their Church's

Program Quotas, and that in order to present a budget, the Department

had estimated the acceptances from these churches would total

$84,683.00. Based on this estimate, the Department recommended a

revised Church's Program Budget of $486,867.00. This budget was

adopted by the Council for presentation to the Convention, with pro-

vision that the effect of any changes brought about by actual quota

acceptances that differed from the estimates would be adjusted to the

amount of the National Church Program quota accepted.

The Council adopted a program for using the sum of approximately

$24,000, referred to the Council by the Trustees for disposition, for

grants to individual parishes and missions for local community outreach

programs and recommended this program to the Convention in connec-

tion with funds referred by the Trustees to the Convention for disposition.

In other actions, the Council re-elected Mr. R. Lee Covington to a

three-year term on the Investment Committee, re-elected the Reverend

Sidney S. Holt as Treasurer and Business Manager of the Diocese and

approved a special meeting in April with the Program Task Force.

REPORT OF THE PROGRAM TASK FORCE

History

As the Diocesan Council set about preparing and trimming the

budget for 1970, they discovered that the emergency of those days

afforded a good opportunity to look very carefully at the entire diocesan

program. It was the first year in many that there had not been sufficient

funds to cover all projected program plans, but the dilemma was not

without its advantages.

As a result of this experience, Bishop Fraser appointed a study

committee on Diocesan program in the spring of 1970. Working with

Bishop Moore as Chairman, this committee was to explore how program
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was developed in the Diocese and to project new ways for planning

program and budgeting for its support. It was through the work of this

study committee that the idea of a Program Task Force was developed.

The committee reported to the Council in the fall of 1970. They

suggested a Task Force on Program which would be organized to initiate,

develop and oversee program in the Diocese. This Task Force would

relieve the Council of the burden of program development, but it would

be the child of the Council with the responsibility of reporting frequently

and well to the Council on its activities. The Task Force was appointed

to have ten members with the Director of Program acting as convener

and each of the members serving as chairman of a division with a

specialized area of responsibility. Each chairman would in turn appoint

a number of people to work with him in his specialized area.

Work Begun

The Task Force began its work in December of 1970. It prepared

a presentation to the Diocesan Convention which explained its budget

requests for 1971. It projected its own fashion of working. It was sup-

ported both by the Council and the Convention, and all of its budget

requests were granted.

Current Developments

Each member of the Program Task Force essentially has two roles.

He is first a member of the Program Task Force with a responsibility

of functioning as a member of that group to receive program ideas from

other agencies in the Diocese, to process ideas and to add to them his

own, and to develop from these ideas what the program of the Diocese

will be. As the program is developed, each division is called upon to add

to it whatever ingredients may come from the expertise of that division's

members. The second role of each Task Force member is as a division

chairman. In some instances ideas for program will develop in the divi-

sions, but it will be passed first to the Program Task Force for their

coordination with other Diocesan activities before it is put into action.

The new concept of programming is at present working fairly well.

We feel that some more time is needed for its more thorough testing and

development as a standard procedure in the Diocese. Meanwhile, we

see having all program in the Diocese arranged and coordinated by one

central group as the best means for allowing us to meet efficiently the

greatest number of needs within the Diocese.

Division Concerns

As the new task force idea takes root, the various divisions continue

to be concerned with specific areas of responsibility. Some of the events

of 1971 are continuations of programs planned before January 1971,

while others are new ideas.

The Division of Services to Congregations, chaired by the Reverend

Keith J. Reeve, has a two-fold purpose. As requests are received from

congregations in the Diocese for various kinds of help the division acts

first as a referral agent to those resources already available in the other

divisions. In addition this division utilizes when possible its own members

and other trained personnel in the Diocese to act as consultants to

congregations in developing local programs, organizations and planning

procedures. Using the resolution passed by the 1971 Convention asking

congregations to work on stating their own theological purpose, a work-

shop for vestry teams to experiment with this task was conducted. Bishop

Moore has called on members of the division to assist with some mission

congregations facing special problems, and a procedure is being planned

whereby all congregations which find themselves without a clergyman

will be offered consultation in evaluating their situation.

Members of the division have received some training in Organization

Development and are now engaged in the Mid-Atlantic Training Com-
mittee's course for Organization Development in Religious and Voluntary

Systems. Several congregations have already used the services of this

division and seem well pleased with the help they received. Hopefully

more and more congregations will develop an ability to use consultation

as a way to strengthen their life and program.

Robert S. Runkle is chairman of the Division of Racial and Urban

Affairs, and the Reverend Nathaniel Porter, also Vicar of St. Titus'

Church in Durham has served as part-time director of this division. In

conjunction with Father Porter's resignation as Director to become full-

time Vicar of St. Titus, the division activities will be relocated to the

Diocesan House in early 1972 and a full-time Director employed.
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The Division activities have been reported in a Newsletter published

during 1971^and distributed to clergy and parishes through the Diocese.

This division has organized and operated seminars in Raleigh, Durham,

Greensboro, Winston-Salem, and Charlotte "designed to explore the

forces in our complex and tension-packed communities and to bridge the

communications gap between the races." These seminars bring into

openly confrontive dialogue black and white lay persons who are helped

to level with each other about their feelings on the subject of racism.

For instance, as a result of one of these seminars in Raleigh, an inter-

racial ecumenical group has met on a monthly basis for the past year.

This group known as the "Do-Nothing" Club was started by three par-

ticipants in the Seminar and has grown to over sixty members. It serves

as a lay "support group" for those concerned about improved trust be-

tween races in this community. Subsequent seminars will be held in

Raleigh, Greensboro and Charlotte within the next three months.

In his role as Director of the Division, Father Porter has worked

with the Reverend A. T. J. Heath and citizens in the Wilson community

in conducting a seminar for black youths and members of the Wilson

Police Department. In addition, the Division has collaborated with a

group of Episcopalians from Rocky Mount who have formed a touring

group to present "Sounds of the Black World." This production, nar-

rative, music, and choreography done by group members, has been

presented in several Diocesan churches and in the Diocese of East Caro-

lina. The Division, in addition to the direct personal participation of its

Director as a member of the touring group, has recently authorized

funds to provide a sound and lighting system for the touring group to

facilitate presentations in more churches and in schools throughout the

Diocese.

A number of grants from the division budget have been given to

various agencies and groups around the Diocese. The effort of the

division in granting these funds is to provide emergency resources and

to stimulate the group's activities while other funds are being sought.

The following grants have been awarded:

Glenraven Day Care Center, Church of the Holy

Comforter, Burlington $ 200.00

Help House, a rehabilitation center for black drug

addicts, Durham 500.00
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Church of the Holy Innocents, Henderson, poverty pre-school,

Newbern Avenue Day Care Center, Raleigh 600.00

Pan African Early Education Center, Durham 500.00

Center for Liberation and Enrichment for People

United, (CLEPU) Wilson 1,400.00

The Division has recently made final plans for a pilot program in

Durham. This program is jointly sponsored by the Black Youth for

Progressive Education, and outgrowth of the Save Our Schools chorette

held in Durham this summer and St. Titus Episcopal Church. The pro-

gram has the following goals:

1) to provide a means for redress of inequities in educational pro-

cedure that directly affect black people,

2) to make public school education speak more directly to the black

community,

3) to develop a more meaningful and productive relationship be-

tween parents, teachers and students in a black community.

Various techniques are used to achieve these goals, including tutoring,

community newsletter, workshops, and pre-school preparation. The pro-

gram was initially funded, partly by Divisional funds and by "in kind"

support from St. Titus Church, through the end of January 1972.

Additional support to continue the program is being solicited. Success

with this pilot program will provide a model for other cities throughout

the Diocese.

The division is also available to respond to invitations from congre-

gations and other groups in the Diocese. The division can assist in

developing the area of racial and urban affairs and can identify success-

ful approaches from this and other Dioceses.

The Division of Continuing Education, chaired by the Reverend

Alwin Reiners, Jr., is aiming its attention at how we teach and learn in

the educational programs of the Church. This division has offered

assistance to parishes desiring help with their Church School. Conver-

sations on how to strengthen this service are underway in the division.

A Weekend on Marriage Enrichment was conducted by the division and
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attended by some twenty couples at the Betsy-Jeff Penn Center near

Reidsville.

The Division of Trainer Development was initiated to create a

community of persons in the Diocese skilled in Human Relations Train-

ing and ready to operate events of this nature. A number of persons

have been assisted in this direction, but the purpose of the division has

been broadened to include operating events for persons not necessarily

interested in becoming trainers.

The conference for members of the Division of Services to Congre-

gations was organized by this division, and the leadership in arranging

training for five persons in the area of organization and development

was arranged here.

This division organized and operated a leadership training weekend

for student government officers at Salem College. They offered a week-

end in community building to the young people of St. Mark's Church

in Raleigh. The chairman of the division is the Reverend William

Hethcock.

The Division of Information is responsible for the publication of

The North Carolina Churchman. The chairman of the division is Ben

F. Park, Editor of The Churchman. The Workshop for Stewardship and

Canvass Chairmen in the fall was arranged and promoted by this division.

The Reverend C. King Cole is chairman of the Division of Youth,

which consists of six adults who work very closely with the Diocesan

Youth Commission of which Jack Smith of Greensboro is chairman. This

group was responsible for the Diocesan Youth Convention last spring and

the Youth Conference at Camp New Hope during the summer. The

current Youth Commission elected at last year's Convention began its

work in the fall, and they are investigating the needs of youth. They

intend to plan programs which are responsive to these needs. It is their

hope that the program can become more mobile, flexible, and realistic.

The Youth Division in cooperation with the Division of Liturgy

and Worship is responsible for the Acolyte Festival held in the fall on

the Duke University campus. Some 1,000 young people in the Diocese

attended the Festival.

The primary concern of the Liturgy and Worship group has been the
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assisting of congregations in the use of the Services for Trial Use pres-

ently authorized for experimentation. The Reverend Robert L. Ladehoff,

chairman of the division, works closely with the Bishop in keeping con-

gregations informed of how the authorized use can best be accomplished

in our Diocese. A workshop was offered members of the division who in

turn are available to assist congregations in their own study programs

and experimentation. This division is responsible for worship at the

Diocesan Convention and for the Annual Ordination as well as any other

Diocesan services which may take place during the year.

The division offers assistance to church musicians. Division members

are available to consult with congregations and clergy on their profes-

sional and instrumental musical needs. The Diocesan Junior Music Con-

ference at Kanuga is sponsored by this group, and an event introducing

the forthcoming Hymnal Supplement is prepared for April.

It is a matter of policy in our Diocese at the moment that special

attention be given to the needs of the clergy in their own support and

professional development. The Division of the Professional Development

of the Clergy chaired by the Reverend William C. Spong, was respon-

sible for running the Annual Clergy Conference at Kanuga in the fall.

They have also spent a good deal of time gathering information about

the needs of our own clergy and what new kinds of programs need to be

offered in our Diocese.

The Episcopal Church is presently encouraging a study of the Plan

of Union proposed by the Consultation on Church Union. Responsibility

for promoting this study in our Diocese and reporting to the Church

Center on our grass roots feelings is in the hands of the Division of

Ecumenical Affairs.

There has been widespread misunderstanding about this division's

position on COCU. A quote from the division's statement of purpose

explains that "we see our primary role as being a facilitator in terms of

remaining alert to ecumenical trends, gathering data, and in general

assisting the Church in understanding and engaging responsibly with

the ecumenical movement in its many forms. . . . We do not see our

function as that of selling any particular ecumenical philosophy, opinion,

venture, or proposal. Indeed we feel that we should keep all possible

points of view in mind in order to enable fuller understanding of the

situation in the interest of encouraging responsible and informed decision-

making rather than decision by default."

With their chairman, the Reverend J. E. C. Harris, this division is

also concerned about other kinds of ecumenical activities. It has arranged

conversations between Episcopalians and Roman Catholics in an informal

way. Members of the division participate in the Commission on Christian

Unity of the North Carolina Council of Churches.

Five clergymen are employed by the Diocese as chaplains on univer-

sity campuses. They work together to form the Division of Higher Edu-

cation under the chairmanship of the Reverend Jacob A. Viverette,

Chaplain in Winston-Salem. This group works together primarily to assist

each other in their professional development as Chaplains, a process

that is dependent upon the sharing of knowledge and familiarity with

the critical issues in which higher education finds itself involved today.

They also share ideas of program and activities conducted for or by

students, faculty and administrators on the various campuses. Working

closely with the Suffragan Bishop in charge of college work, they have

assisted him in looking closely during the past year at chaplaincy situa-

tions which were open both in Greensboro and Raleigh.

Overall View

The Program Task Force has spent a good deal of its time during

1971 determining what its purpose and function is and learning how to

fulfill it. This has taken a good deal of time in conversation and dialogue.

The Task Force has been in contact with some helpful consultants from

other dioceses sharing ideas and investigating the possibilities for pro-

grams here. It is our intention that this year of dialogue be followed by

a year of activity which will serve some of the needs of the clergy and lay

people of our Diocese.

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REPORT OF THE COMMISSION ON MINISTRY

The Commission on Ministry was formed at the last convention of

the diocese, and its duties outlined in a new Canon 30 adopted at that

convention. Initially, it was composed of the continuing members of the

former Board of Examining Chaplains, with the addition of Dr. Cecil

Patterson of Durham. During the year, the Rev. Taylor Scott has left

the diocese, and two new members have been added to the Commission:

The Rev. Robert Davis of Henderson, and Dr. Richard Watson of

Durham.

Four specific duties are assigned the Commission on Ministry by

the Canon. Three of these direct us to assist the Bishop in certain areas,

the first of which is the enlistment and selection of persons for the min-

istry, and guidance and pastoral care of all postulants and candidates

for Holy Orders. Nothing is presently being done towards enlistment. In

the process of selection, the chairman of the Commission (or, in one case,

another member of the Commission acting for him) has interviewed each

applicant sent to us by the Bishop, and given assistance in making a

final decision. The chairman of the Commission keeps in irregular cor-

respondence with most of the postulants and candidates, and visits the

seminaries where they are studying each year. Under our present pro-

cedures, all candidates will meet at least once with the Commission

before taking the General Ordination Examination, and once afterwards.

Secondly, we are to assist the Bishop in the guidance and pastoral

care of Deacons and professional church workers. During the past year,

there was only one deacon both canonically and physically resident in

the diocese. An abortive attempt was made to discover who are the full

time professional church workers in the diocese, in order to see if the

Commission could be of any help to them; due to lack of response, this

effort was temporarily laid aside.

The third area in which we are called on to assist the Bishop is in

the continuing education of the ministry. Since there is a division of the

Program Task Force with this as its specific concern, the chairman of

that division being also a member of the Commission, the Commission

has not been active in this area.

We are called on by the Canon to interview each candidate before

his Ordination either to the Diaconate or the Priesthood, and in those
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cases where the examination of the candidates is assigned to us by the

Bishop, to conduct and evaluate such examinations. During the past

year, there have been no candidates applying for Ordination either to

the Diaconate or the Priesthood, and therefore we have not functioned in

either of these areas.

There are presently in the diocese two persons studying for Ordina-

tion who are not enrolled in any Seminary. In both cases, the Commission

is supervising their studies, and giving such advice and counsel as may be

requested or necessary.

As is evident from the above report, the Commission is still in the

process of making itself over from the Board of Examining Chaplains

into a Commission on Ministry. With the advent of the General Ordina-

tion Examinations, the first of which will be given in January, 1972, and

with a substantially decreased number of postulants and candidates, our

role and function are undergoing changes, and we are trying to grow and

move with the changing times, without sacrificing our concern for the

men who come under our jurisdiction and for maintaining high standards

for the ministry of the church.

REPORT OF THE HISTORIOGRAPHER

During the past year St. John's Episcopal Church, Williamsboro,

was placed on the National Register of Historic Places in recognition of

its importance as an historic monument. A handsomely framed certificate

from the Department of Interior was presented to St. John's at its annual

meeting in October.

The average number of letters requesting information about the

Church in North Carolina, especially in this Diocese, have been received

and answered.

Work on the History of the Church in North Carolina continues.

It is hoped that it will be ready for a publisher during the coming year.

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REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE ON
THE CHURCH PENSION FUND

We are happy to report that the Pension Fund has increased all

benefits effective January 1, 1972. These increases will be of special

help to retirees whose pensions are based on relatively low compensation.

To provide for these increases, the assessment rate for the pension fund

will go from 15% to 18% effective January 1, 1972 as approved by

General Convention and found necessary by the Trustees of the Pension

Fund. The affiliates of the Pension Fund, The Church Life Insurance

Company, The Church Insurance Company and The Church Hymnal

Corporation all had successful years, which contributed to the financial

improvement of the Pension Fund. We feel that the Pension Fund is

continuing to work for maximum benefits consistent with good actuarial

practice.

As of December 1, 1971, the Church Pension Fund reported grants

in force for the Diocese of North Carolina as follows: Clergymen (10)—
$27,068.40; Widows (23)—$36,954.00; Children (4)—$2,800.80; Total

—$66,823.20.

For the church as a whole, the benefits payable were as follows:

Retired clergymen (1305)—$3,813,708.00; Disabled clergymen (236)—
$674,184.00; Widows (1644)—$2,600,640; Children (399)—$255,600.-

00; Total—$7,344,132.00.

During the past year a detailed study was made of the Pension

Fund provisions for clergymen wholly or partially in secular work, and

each clergyman of this Diocese in such a category informed of his status.

The Church Pension Fund Committee wishes to remind all those

responsible for the payment of pension fund assessments that the regular

payment of all assessments is a matter of grave importance in protecting

the retirement benefits of clergymen, and it is essential that these assess-

ments be paid promptly by all parishes and missions.

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REPORT ON THE SYNOD OF
THE FOURTH PROVINCE

The 39th Synod of the Fourth Province met at the Kanuga Con-

ference Center from June 23-25, 1971. The Rt. Rev. Charles Gresham

Marmion, Bishop of Kentucky and President of the Synod, presided.

Delegates from the Diocese of North Carolina included the Bishop,

the Bishop Suffragan, the Reverend William Hethcock, Director of Pro-

gram, and the Reverend E. Nathaniel Porter, Director of Racial and

Urban Affairs.

The Synod was opened with an address by the Rt. Rev. John Hines,

Presiding Bishop of the Episcopal Church.

A report was received from the Pastoral Counseling Program. The

contract with the Episcopal Counseling Center was terminated, and the

remaining indebtedness to the Center was liquidated by action of the

Synod.

A motion suggesting that a special committee of the Fourth Province

be appointed to study the revision of the Marriage Canons was passed.

A motion was also passed initiating a study committee on the subject of

the needs of the Church with regard to education, spiritual development

and evangelism. A special committee was appointed to recruit minority

group persons for church work, both lay and clergy.

A budget of $35,000 for 1972 was adopted, $15,000 coming from

reserves and $20,000 to be raised through assessment of dioceses.

The Rt. Rev. George Murray, Bishop of the Central Gulf Coast,

was elected President.

REPORT OF EPISCOPAL LAYMEN

The Report of the Committee on Miscellaneous Reports for the last

Convention contained a recommendation that the Laymen's Association

"take a real hard look at itself to determine as to how it can make a

better contribution to our Diocese." This recommendation came at a time
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when the association had been doing just that—taking a hard look at

itself. Attendance at the annual meetings and support for the activities

of the association had reached a low point. The Annual Conference

planned for May of 1970 had to be cancelled because of the lack of

registration. Serious consideration was given to disbanding the laymen's

association.

After hours of meetings the Board of Directors decided to continue

the activities of the association in the hope that the group could find

ways in which to make worthwhile contributions to the laymen of our

Diocese. The 1970 and 1971 Annual Meetings were very successful and

indicate an increasing interest on the part of the laymen. The meeting

held at the Church of the Holy Comforter in Burlington on February 28,

1971, was attended by approximately 125 laymen.

The laymen of Holy Comforter under the leadership of John Stone

did an excellent job in hosting the meeting. Bishop Moore opened the

meeting with a service of Holy Communion and then gave guidance to

the group with a sermon which dealt with the strengths and weaknesses

of our Church today. After this service a business meeting was held

during which the following officers were elected for two-year terms:

REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE ON
REPORTS OF TRUSTEES

Each member of the committee has reviewed the detailed and

lengthy report of the Trustees and made every effort, given a limited

time table, to research proposals and contingent reports.

The Report of the Trustees of the Diocese lists by date and brief

description all business and legal actions taken during the year. Ten

tracts of land were conveyed; deed to nine lots received (Forest Hills

Development, Garner) ; a number of trusts reviewed and eleven of these,

totaling $76,356.86 referred to the Convention for disposition; recon-

veyed the Chapel of Thanks property (Vade Mecum) to Wachovia Bank

and Trust Company for the Winston-Salem Foundation; referred the

sum of $3,478.50 from sale of St. Philip's Church, Salisbury, N. C. to

the Convention for disposition; and submitted reports on the Francis J.

Murdoch Memorial Society and the North Carolina Episcopal Church

Foundation, Inc.

The Francis J. Murdoch Memorial Society is a trust which makes

available accumulated income for loans to ministerial students. The loans

are cancelled when the borrower is ordained. As of September 30, 1971,

the trust had a principle of $26,980.44 with accumulated income of

$2,909.90. During 1971, four loans were made totaling $1,450.00 leaving

a balance of $1,459.90.

The North Carolina Episcopal Church Foundation is essentially

concerned with providing loans at low interest rates to parishes and

missions for erection of church buildings and acquisition of church prop-

erty. Net worth of the Foundation (Securities at cost) as reported

October 31, 1971 was $520,939.54. Two loans totaling $40,000.00 were

made during the year and two more totaling $68,000.00 approved—with

only one delinquent borrower reported.
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In addition to reviewing the Reports of the Trustees of the Diocese,

this committee was asked to submit recommendations to the Convention

for disposition of the eleven trusts and the sum of $3,478.50 from the

sale of St. Philip's Mission, Salisbury, North Carolina.

We recommend to the Convention, on advice of Bishop Moore, that

the $3,478.50 from the sale of St. Philip's Mission be given to St. Luke's

Episcopal Church, Salisbury, North Carolina, as requested.

This committee recommends to the Convention that the funds from

the eleven trusts totaling approximately $76,000.00 be referred to the

Diocesan Council for further study and proposed disposition to be re-

ported back to the 1973 Convention in Charlotte for approval, with prior

publication of said recommendations in the Pre-Convention issue of the

North Carolina Churchman ; and further ; that the resolutions from Christ

Church, Raleigh and Kathy Goddard and Jack Smith be referred to the

Diocesan Council for their consideration. (NOTE: This resolution was

not adopted. See Substitute Resolution following this report—-CFH)
The trustees are to be commended for their diligence and service

to the Diocese.

The report of the Investment Committee was received, reviewed

and found to be in excellent order. This committee is to be commended.

SUBSTITUTE RESOLUTION FINALLY ADOPTED AT THE
156th ANNUAL CONVENTION OF THE DIOCESE OF NORTH
CAROLINA RELATIVE TO TRUST FUNDS AND OTHER FUNDS
HELD BY THE TRUSTEES OF THE DIOCESE IN THE AMOUNT
OF APPROXIMATELY $76,000 AND REFERRED BY THEM TO
THE CONVENTION OF THE DIOCESE FOR DISPOSITION:

RESOLVED, that of the Trust Funds and other Funds held by

the Trustees of the Diocese in the amount of approximately $76,000

and referred by them to the Convention of the Diocese for disposition,

$40,000 be paid immediately to the Directors of the Episcopal Home
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for the Ageing, Inc., for the purpose of beginning a building and expan-

sion program at the Penick Home in Southern Pines, North Carolina, and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that this Convention instruct the

Diocesan Council to use the remaining funds under discussion, approxi-

mately $36,000, in the same way and with the same guidelines and for

the same purposes as already apply to the approximately $25,000 of

similar funds for which the Council made provision at its meeting on

January 7, 1972, the same being set forth in the minutes of said Council

meeting, save that the special committee appointed to receive applica-

tions and make grants receive final approval of the Diocesan Council of

any and all grants from the aforesaid approximately $36,000.

REPORT FOR THE EPISCOPAL CHURCHWOMEN

The 89th Annual Meeting of the Episcopal Churchwomen of the

Diocese of North Carolina was held at Calvary Parish, Tarboro on

April 27-28, 1971, with 265 delegates and guests present. The Rev. Robert

Ladehoff spoke at the opening session on "Prayer and the Trial Liturgy."

He explained the meaning of true worship and how the trial liturgy is an

expression of our faith. The Rev. Bartine Sherman spoke on "The Mis-

sion of the Church." He reminded us that Christ said, "As the Father

has sent me, so I am sending you." Mr. Sherman said, "This is our

mission, and the source of our satisfaction. We are sent." This address

was a reminder to Episcopal Churchwomen about why we are organized.

The Second Service of the new Trial Liturgy was used for the celebra-

tion of the Holy Eucharist on the morning of the second day of Annual

Meeting. Bishop Fraser was the celebrant and preached the sermon.

This was a joyous and beautiful service.

The structure of the Episcopal Churchwomen in the Branches is

flexible and changing. Branches are encouraged to organize themselves

to best serve the different needs of their own parish and community.

A few branches have reorganized into interest groups. Some branches

have only four general meetings a year. Some very small branches meet

often, give liberally and have much enthusiasm. Other small branches

exist in name only. The strongest branches are those that have relevant

and informative programs regularly; bring women of like interests to-

gether in chapters; generally, have Branch officers corresponding to
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Diocesan officers; and have a history of service in the community.

Approximately one fourth of Episcopal Churchwomen in this diocese are

active participants in the programs and work of the Churchwomen. With

the demands and luxuries of the day as a natural part of most church-

women's lives, all E. C. W. Branches struggle for larger participation.

However, there is expressed feeling by many women that they need to

work together in the true mission of the Church. In 1970 there were 97

organized Branches; in 1971 there were 98.

There being no national organization of the Churchwomen, the

budget of the Diocesan E. C. W. is divided equally after deduction of

operating expenses. Half the budget is given to mission work outside the

diocese—half inside the diocese. With a 1971 budget of $20,000.00,

$7,500.00 was given outside the diocese with an equal amount given

inside. Mission Programs given special aid are: Rachel W'olff's work in

Nepal, North/South Dakota Training Programs in Indian work, Diocese

of Alaska, the Episcopal Radio-TV Foundation, St. Augustine's College

in Raleigh, and the Presiding Bishop's Fund for World Relief. Special

aid inside the diocese was given to the Penick Home, St. Mary's Junior

College, the Kanuga Development Program, our hospital chaplain and

a discretionary fund for our Bishops. The Episcopal Churchwomen are

members of Church Women United in North Carolina. Dues are paid

yearly to Church Women United—plus a special contribution for work

with the Migrant Ministry.

At the end of every year, none of the money in the budget is carried

over. Money that is not used for administration purposes and money that

is given above the anticipated income on which the budget is based, is put

into surplus. Delegates at Annual Meeting vote on where the surplus

should be used, with the policy being that half should be given outside

and half inside the diocese. The surplus of $537.48 from the 1970 budget

was divided between Holy Trinity School in Haiti and Genesis House for

drug rehabilitation in Chapel Hill.

The Churchwomen's Epiphany Offering of $1,500.00 was given to

Jocelyn Gordon as her sole support and salary with $400.00 from the

budget as a discretionary fund for her work in India. Women, through

40 Branches in this diocese, gave $1,082.37 to the National Church

Periodical Club which furnishes books, bibles and prayer books in remote

areas all over the world.
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Special gifts increased more than $3,000.00 this year. A total of

more than $53,000.00 was given by the women, in addition to the U.T.O.,

for the mission of the Church. At least this same amount of money, if not

more, is kept in the local parish and community and used for work and

service there. The 1971 U.T.O. Offering was $27,097.32—an increase of

$3,452.80 over 1970.

Episcopal Churchwomen seem most concerned with work among

young people. Thompson Home, Genesis House, Child Care Centers,

Tutoring Programs, Christ the King Center and two schools in Haiti,

were the main recipients of Churchwomen's gifts. In the local parish,

women help their young people with their projects, serve meals, help with

social functions and try to show their love and concern, with the whole

church, for the problems of young people today through friendship and

a ready hand and ear.

An enthusiastically received Churchwomen's Conference was held at

Kanuga in June with about 40 persons participating. Quiet Days of

Prayer were not scheduled in each Convocation this year with the result

being that many were held in local parishes and two Convocations.

Bishop Austin Pardue conducted a Spring Worship Retreat at the

Terraces.

I am happy that I can report to this convention in 1972 that the

women of this diocese are determined to participate more fully in carry-

ing out the mission of the Church.

We desire to be strong and of good courage; hold fast to that which

is good; to serve the Lord with glad and joyous hearts.

REPORT OF THE FRANCIS J. MURDOCH
MEMORIAL SOCIETY

The Francis J. Murdoch Memorial Society exists to render financial

aid to seminary students of this Diocese. The funds for this aid come
from the interest on a Trust Fund established in 1912 by Miss Margaret

Murdoch of Charleston, South Carolina, in honor of her brother, the

Rev. Francis J. Murdoch. As of September 30, 1971, the Trust had a

principal of $26,980.44, with accumulated income of $2,909.90.

The aid rendered by the Society under the terms of the Trust and
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the Canons of the Diocese is in the form of a loan which is cancelled

upon the ordination of the student or in the event of his death before

ordination. During 1971 four such loans have been made in a total

amount of $1,450.00, leaving a balance of $1,459.90.

REPORT OF THE TRUSTEES OF THE DIOCESE

January 11, 1971

The Trustees of the Diocese prepared deed conveying 2022 Vander-

bilt Road, Charlotte, N. C, devised to the Trustees of the Diocese by

Rose P. Moncure, to Dewitt Davis in consideration of the payment of

$5,000 subject to payment of trustees' commissions.

January 19, 1971

The Trustees of the Diocese received $6,728.20, the net proceeds

of the sale of the Rose P. Moncure property in Kannapolis, N. C.

February 12, 1971

The Trustees of the Diocese received notice of condemnation of

1,222.50 acres of land by the United States of America, pending in the

U. S. District Court for the Western District of North Carolina, Charlotte

Division, No. 2828. Since this condemnation appears to involve a part

of the lands devised by General William A. Smith to the Protestant

Episcopal Church in the Diocese of North Carolina, and since the trusts

established under General Smith's will have heretofore been transferred
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to the supervision of the Superior Court of Anson County, the Reverend

Sidney S. Holt, Business Manager of the Diocese, was requested to for-

ward the notice to the Trustees of the trust appointed by that Court.

February 16, 1971

The Trustees executed deed conveying property located at Marsh

and Caldwell Streets in Salisbury to Trustees of Power of Power Con-

gregation of United Holy Church of America, Inc. as directed by the

Convention of the Diocese.

March 22, 1971

The Business Manager of the Diocese was advised that the present

cash income balance from the Elizabeth Amis Cameron Blanchard Trust

should be paid to the priest now occupying the position of Rector of the

Chapel of the Cross, Chapel Hill, as directed by resolution of the Trustees

dated December 19, 1967.

March 29, 1971

The Diocese of North Carolina having ceased to use the Vade

Mecum property described in deed registered in Book 112, page 455,

office of the Register of Deeds for Stokes County, on which is located the

Chapel of Thanks, in conformity with the reversion contained in said

deed, the Trustees of the Diocese conveyed said church lot to Wachovia

Bank and Trust Company, Trustee for Winston-Salem Foundation.

April 9, 1971

The former deed to the property at Marsh and Caldwell Streets in

Salisbury having named incorrectly the Trustees and designation of the

United Holy Church of America, a new deed was prepared and executed

conveying that property.

April 15, 1971

The Trustees executed and delivered deed dated April 15, 1971 to

Mrs. Nancy G. Shank of San Diego, California, conveying to Mrs. Shank

the lot formerly used by St. Peter's Episcopal Church on the west side

of U. S. Highway 15, being the same property conveyed to the Trustees
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of the Diocese by deed dated August 23, 1879 and registered in Book 33,

page 63, office of the Register of Deeds for Granville County. The

Trustees have retained the right of entry to the cemetery located on said

tract of land for the benefit of families of persons buried therein, their

heirs and assigns. The grantee covenants and agrees to maintain said

cemetery in a clean and neat condition.

April 30, 1971

The Trustees advised the Business Manager of the Diocese that the

Trustees concur with Mr. Bourne's conclusions in respect of the manage-

ment of the Rose Moncure Trust held for the benefit of the Episcopal

Church at Hamlet. The Trustees recommend that the letter be trans-

mitted to the Committee in Hamlet.

The Trustees advised Mr. Holt that in their opinion they have no

responsibilities or powers in respect of the General W. A. Smith Trust

in Ansonville and recommended that documents with reference thereto

be forwarded to the Trustees appointed by the Clerk of Superior Court.

May 28, 1971

The Trustees received deed and title opinion of Charles P. Green

Jr., Esquire for Lots 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 15, 16, 17, and 18, Block X, Forest

Hills Development from United Church of Christ, Garner, N. C. for the

use of St. Christopher's Mission in Garner.

June 3, 1971

The Trustees of the Diocese executed a right of way agreement

granting the N. C. State Highway Commission an easement of 50 feet

along Highway 68, East Chester Street, in High Point, totaling .26

acres, together with a temporary construction easement totaling 1.2 acres

and two drainage easements totaling approximately 2,350 square feet in

consideration of the payment of the sum of $2,830.00.

June 15, 1971

The Trustees of the Diocese executed deed conveying a two-acre

tract of land, a part of 9-9/ 16th acres, the property of Saint Mary's,

Orange County, and conveyed to the Trustees of Diocese in Book 52,
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page 171, Orange County Registry, to Educational Opportunities of

Durham, Inc. for the sum of $15,000.

June 18, 1971

The Trustees met this day at the Diocesan House. The Reverend

Sidney S. Holt, Business Manager of the Diocese, reveiwed the trusts

held by the Trustees for the benefit of the Diocese and submitted recom-

mendations with reference thereto. In respect of said trusts and the

recommendations made by Mr. Holt, the following actions were taken

by the Trustees:

1. The Alston Trust established under the will of Lewis W. Alston:

The income to be used for theological education, religious work

among college students, and to supplement the salaries of lower paid

clergy. It appearing that all of the income from this trust has not

been used, the Treasurer of the Diocese was authorized to reinvest

all income on hand in excess of $30,000 in the Common Trust Fund

of the Diocese.

2. The Alexander B. Andrews Trust: The Trustees confirmed the

authority of the Bishop to use the income from this trust at his

discretion.

3. The Butler Trust: This trust was established under the will of

Butler and is held for the benefit of the negro congregation at

Pittsboro. That congregation being non-existent, the trust income

has accumulated. No action was taken by the Trustees pending

further investigation.

4. Diocesan Miscellaneous Receipts: This trust is referred to the

Diocesan Council for disposition.

5. Diocesan Reserve Account: This trust having been accumulated as

a reserve fund from trusts in existence prior to 1960, the Trustees

authorized the principal of said reserve account to be prorated to

the trusts in existence prior to 1960.

6. Emanuel, Stoneville, Trust: This trust is referred to the Convention

for disposition in conformity with Canon XXIV.

7. The Emily Long Gooch Trust: This trust was established by Mrs.
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Cornelia S. Hawkins in 1951. With the consent of Mrs. Hawkins,

$500 of the trust, leaving a balance of $98.18, was transferred and

paid over to the building fund of the parish house of Grace Church,

Weldon. The fund is for the benefit of Grace Church and contains

no other restrictions on its use. The Trustees took the following

action

:

"RESOLVED, that the principal and income of the Emily Long

Gooch Trust be transferred and paid over to Grace Church, Weldon,

in conformity with the terms of the trust."

8. The Lawrence S. Holt Diocesan Trust (as distinguished by the trust

held by the American Security and Trust Company, Washington,

D. C.) was created in 1963 by the purchase of 136 shares in the

Diocesan Common Trust Fund. The principal of this fund, $2218.03,

appears to have been accumulated from income from the Lawrence

S. Holt Trust. On motion the following resolution was adopted:

RESOLVED, that the principal and income of the Lawrence S.

Holt Diocesan Trust, invested in the Common Trust Fund, be liqui-

dated and added to the income annually received from the Lawrence

S. Holt Trust.

9. The Murdoch Legacy: This trust was originally established by gifts

of Miss Margaret Murdoch, a resident of Salisbury, N. C. The

trust was for the benefit of St. Jude's (now closed and sold) and

St. Matthews, Rowan County. The trust has accumulated income

of approximately $6,791.84. On motion duly made the following

resolution was adopted:

RESOLVED that this trust be renamed the Margaret Murdoch

Fund, since Miss Murdoch died intestate, and that the accumulated

income be added to the principal and reinvested, and that the

annual income hereafter be paid to or for the benefit of St. Mat-

thews, Rowan County.

10. Proceeds of Calvary Church, Burlington: This fund amounting to

approximately $11,379.21 was derived from the sale of Calvary

Church, Burlington, rent of that property prior to sale and interest

earned on the fund. It is held in trust under Canon XXIV, Section

3. The Trustees adopted the following resolution:
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RESOLVED, that the Calvary Mission, Burlington, Fund be re-

ferred to the Convention of the Diocese for disposition.

11. Holy Trinity, Monroe: This trust amounts, approximately, to

$1620.04. The fund in the sum of $1,308.24 was derived from the

sale of the property of Holy Trinity, Monroe. The following resolu-

tion was adopted:

RESOLVED, that the Holy Trinity, Monroe, Fund be referred to

the Convention of the Diocese for disposition.

12. St. Matthews, Edgecombe County: This trust was derived from the

sale of St. Matthews property, Edgecombe County, the original

amount being $1,506.45. The current value is $1,865.50. On motion

the following resolution was adopted:

RESOLVED, that the St. Matthews, Edgecombe County, Trust be

referred to the Convention of the Diocese for disposition.

13. St. Matthews, Mooresville: This trust was derived from the sale of

St. Matthews property, Mooresville. The original principal amount

was $22,842.45. The present value of the fund is $22,156.93, with

accumulated income of $1,186.93. On motion the following resolu-

tion was adopted:

RESOLVED, that the St. Matthews, Mooresville, Trust be referred

to the Convention of the Diocese for disposition.

14. St. Peter's, Salisbury: This fund was derived from the sale of St.

Peter's Mission property, Salisbury, for $9,363.40. The current value

of the fund is $9,867.52. The following resolution was adopted:

RESOLVED that St. Peter's, Salisbury, Trust be referred to the

Convention of the Diocese for disposition.

15. St. Andrews, Rowan County: This trust was established under the

will of Mary Belle Heathman of Rowan County. The income is to

be used for the upkeep of St. Andrews Cemetery. The cemetery is

maintained by St. George Mission, Woodleaf. The following reso-

lution was adopted:

RESOLVED, that income hereafter earned be paid to St. George,

Woodleaf, for help in maintaining the cemetery at St. Andrews.
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16. St. Marys, Rowan County: This fund originated in a $500 gift to

Dr. Francis J. Murdoch about 1902 from an unknown donor to

help complete St. Marys Church, Rowan County. The amount not

being needed, Dr. Murdoch invested the fund. In 1920 the Trustees

received $3,150 from the proceeds of the sale of Salisbury Cotton

Mill stock to Cone Mills. The income was used for missionary work

in Rowan County and for the upkeep of the graveyard at St. Marys,

Rowan County which mission has been closed. Some question having

been raised in 1970 concerning the propriety of the use of the fund

for the above purposes, it has been accumulated since that date.

The value of the fund at present is approximately $6,725. The

cemetery of St. Marys, Rowan County, .35 acres, is located adjacent

to the Cannon Mills Company Swink Plant. Cannon Mills Company

generally keeps the grass at the cemetery mowed. Upon motion the

following resolution was adopted:

RESOLVED, that the St. Marys, Rowan County, Fund be referred

to the Convention of the Diocese for disposition.

17. St. Peters, Salisbury: This Fund, original amount $867.28, current

amount approximately $1,374.58, arose from a fire loss at St. Peters,

Salisbury. St. Peters, Salisbury has been closed and the property

sold in 1970. The Trustees adopted the following resolution:

RESOLVED, that the St. Peters, Salisbury, Fund be referred to the

Convention of the Diocese for disposition.

18. St. Timothy's, New Salem: St. Timothy's Church, New Salem was

sold March 13, 1943. Other than the supposition that this Fund,

in the original sum of $1,563.60 was derived from that sale, the

Trustees have no information with reference thereto. The present

value of the Fund is $2,470.97 approximately. The following reso-

lution was adopted:

RESOLVED, that the St. Timothy's, New Salem, Fund be referred

to the Convention of the Diocese for disposition.

19. Wendell Church Lot: This Fund originally $348.77, was derived

from the sale of a lot in Wendell. The present value is approximately

$525.00. The Trustees adopted the following resolution:

RESOLVED, that the Wendell Church Lot property, Fund be

referred to the Convention of the Diocese for disposition.
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20. Winstead Trust: This Trust was established by the will of Annie

M. Winstead without specific direction. The Convention of 1959,

Page 58 of the Journal, directed that the income be applied to the

Bishop's Discretionary Fund. Upon motion the following resolution

was adopted:

RESOLVED, that the accumulated income of the Annie M. Win-

stead Trust be added to the principal of said Trust and that the

income hereafter earned be paid into the Bishop's Discretionary

Fund.

21. St. Mary's, Orange County: The Trustees have recently received

$15,000 from the sale of a vacant part of St. Mary's, Orange County

property to Educational Opportunities, Inc. The Helen L. Webb
Trust income is designated for the use of that historic church

property, which is now used for community purposes by the residents

of the vicinity. The following resolution was adopted.

RESOLVED, that the disposition of the $15,000 from the sale of

part of St. Mary's, Orange County be referred to the Diocesan

Council for disposition.

The Trustees recommend that consideration be given to amending Canon

XXIV in order to give more flexibility in the disposition of proceeds of

sale of property of closed Missions.

June 28, 1971

The Trustees of the Diocese executed deed conveying Lot No. 1,

Block B of Forest Hills Development according to map recorded in Book

of Maps 1959, Vol. II, Page 148, Wake County Registry, to Andrew A.

Johnson and wife, Shirley B. Johnson. The land is located on Vandora

Springs Road, Garner, N. C, and was formerly used as the Church of

St. Christopher's Mission, Garner. The sale price was $22,600.00.

July 9, 1971

The Trustees of the Diocese this day conveyed 1009 Cherry Street,

Tarboro, North Carolina, Lot A, Block G, on a plat of the property of

David Crossland, which is recorded in Book of Maps 7, Page 10, in the

office of the Register of Deeds for Edgecombe County, to Luther Elton

White of Edgecombe County, for a consideration of $14,000. The prop-

erty is held for the benefit of St. Michael's Mission, Edgecombe County,

and the proceeds of the sale will be used to apply on the indebtedness

of a new parish house for that mission.

August 23, 1971

The Trustees of the Diocese received the sum of $21,632 on account

of the net proceeds of sale of Lot 1, Block 5, Forest Hills Development,

1410 Vandora Springs Road, Garner, N. C, formerly Saint Christopher's

Mission, to Andrew A. Johnson and wife. After the payment of attorney's

fees in the purchase of the new church property in Garner, the balance

of the purchase price for this property will be transferred to the Lawrence

S. Holt Trust "income account from which the money was advanced for

the purchase of the new church at Garner.

September 16, 1971

The Trustees of the Diocese and the Thompson Orphanage & Train-

ing Institute, under the date of March 31, 1943, conveyed approximately

6.2 acres of land to the Charlotte Park and Recreation Commission to be

used as a park for the City of Charlotte in consideration of the sum of

$2,500. The tract of land was sold subject to certain conditions and was

to be held by the grantee only as long as the conditions were complied

with. Those conditions were:

( 1 ) A strip of land 50 feet in width was to be planted in evergreens

and not used as a part of the park.

(2) The park was to erect a metal fence at least six feet in height

cutting off the park conveyed and another metal fence cutting off

the 50-foot insulation strip.

(3) The party of the second part was to build and maintain a bridge

over a branch shown on a map attached.

(4) The party of the second part was to construct and maintain an

adequate drainage ditch;

(5) Crops growing on the property were to be harvested by Thompson
Orphanage; and

(6) If the Charlotte Park and Recreation Commission failed to continue
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to use said property for playground purposes, the Commission is

required to offer it to the Trustees of the Diocese for $2,500 without

interest.^The Trustees are allowed 120 days to accept said offer and

reacquire the property.

The City of Charlotte and the State of North Carolina have initiated

condemnation proceedings proposing to acquire a substantial portion of

the property for street and highway purposes. The Charlotte Park and

Recreation Commission claims that the Trustees of the Diocese and the

Thompson Orphanage will be entitled to no part of the proceeds from

said condemnation for their interest in the property. The Trustees of the

Diocese believe that it and the Thompson Orphanage have a substantial

interest in the property which is quite valuable if used for commercial

purposes.

The Trustees of the Diocese therefore have employed and do employ

James O. Moore, Esquire of the firm of Moore & Van Allen to represent

the Trustees of the Diocese and the Thompson Orphanage and Training

Institute and protect their interest in the matter.

It will be necessary for the Trustees to employ appraisers in this

connection. The Trustees have agreed to pay the necessary out of pocket

expenses incurred in litigating the interest of the Trustees of the Diocese

and to pay to Moore & Van Allen a reasonable fee based upon the time

involved and the results accomplished fixed by the Judge of the Superior

Court of Mecklenburg County hearing the action.

August 30, 1971

The Trustees have heretofore received the sum of $3,478.50 as the

net proceeds of the sale of St. Phillip's Church lot, Salisbury. The con-

gregation, meeting with Bishop Moore, requested that the proceeds of

the sale of the church building be paid to St. Luke's Parish, with one-half

of the proceeds designated for Episcopal Church Women. The Trustees

of the Diocese do not believe that they have the power to make such

disposition of the funds. The question of the disposition of these funds

is therefore referred to the Convention for its decision.

October 1, 1971

The Trustees of the Diocese conveyed on the 15th day of June, 1971
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a tract of land to Educational Opportunities of Durham, Inc. It was the

intention of the Trustees for the northeast corner of said tract to coincide

with the west line of Pleasant Green Road. Because the location of the

road has been changed a triangle with 37.7 feet as a base remains on the

west side of said road. The Trustees, therefore, to carry out the original

understanding, conveyed to Educational Opportunities of Durham, Inc.

a triangle the north line of which extends the tract heretofore conveyed

to the road, the total area being approximately 9400 square feet.

October 4, 1971

The Trustees of the Diocese conveyed the former site of St. Titus

Episcopal Church, Durham located at Fayetteville and Dunston Streets

to Dr. Joseph E. Campbell and Dr. Robert E. King and their wives for

$11,000, less expenses, settled by the payment of $4,000 in cash and

delivery of a purchase money deed of trust for $7,000 due on or before

January 1, 1972 with interest at 7%.

October 28, 1971

The Trustees received copy of deed from Helen M. Lee to the

Trustees of the Diocese filed in the office of the Register of Deeds for

Harnett County on January 25, 1955 conveying a lot of land 100' x 150'

at the corner of West Godwin Street and South Layton Avenue. The

deed contains the following sentence:

"It being mutually understood and agreed between the parties

hereto that in the event an Episcopal Church is not erected in

the town of Dunn, North Carolina within 50 years of the date

of this deed then and in that event the property shall revert to

the heirs of the grantor herein."

The Trustees recommended that the matter be referred to the Stand-

ing Committee and that unless it is probable that the lot will be used

for the erection of an Episcopal Church thereon, that the Trustees of the

Diocese be authorized to reconvey the property to Mrs. Helen M. Lee,

or if she is not living, to her heirs.

The Trustees received a copy of the Will of Mrs. Helen B. Cooper

which devises certain property to the Citizens Bank & Trust Company
of Henderson in trust for the use and benefit of St. John's Episcopal
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Church, North Henderson. The trust continues for 99 years. Unless prior

to that time while St. John's of North Henderson is still a mission some

dissipation or mismanagement of the trust should occur or the trust

should terminate by its own limitation, the Trustees of the Diocese have

no responsibilities with reference thereto. The Business Manager was

requested to make a record of the trust with an appropriate number

therefor so that the Trustees of the Diocese from time to time will know

that the trust exists.

December 16, 1971

The Trustees of the Diocese this day received deed from Gilbert

Covington, unmarried, conveying Lot No. 7 of the property of William

Wade according to plat filed in the office of the Register of Deeds for

Durham County in Book 13, page 185, located on the north side of

Dupree Street. The property is to be held for the benefit of St. Titus'

Episcopal Church, Durham.

Kanuga's conference year of 1971 was a good year from all aspects.

The attendance at- all summer sessions was good. The winter or off-

season showed improvement as to the use of the property. There is still

a great need for more groups to use the facilities during the off-season.

As a result of a study by a Special Committee, the Board has

amended the Charter and Bylaws in such a way as to change significantly

the makeup of the Board in the future, from a larger representative body

to a smaller working group. Each diocese will continue to be represented

by its bishop.

In the area of finances an interim report, January 1st to October

31st, 1971, shows for the ten months period, income over expenditures.

However, with the present indebtedness, this is not sufficient to meet

both debt and operating expenses during the off-season.

The Development Fund Campaign as of November, 1971, shows

grants, gifts and other income of $227,100.00 towards a goal of $750,-

000.00. The campaign will be continued after January 1st, 1972 through

May, 1972 both within and without the Carolina dioceses. Two grants,

one of $75,000 from the Pearl Dixon Balthis Foundation, and one of

$15,000 from the Episcopal Foundation of Western North Carolina have

greatly aided the campaign.

In the area of promotion and publicity, a new 16 mm. color sound

film is available for showing throughout the Carolinas. It is hoped this

film will be used to tell the Kanuga story. Plans are underway to employ

a full time promotion person to promote the year-round use of our

facilities.

A new infirmary was completed and used this past summer. This

was made possible by a gift from St. Peter's Hospital Foundation in

Charlotte, N. C. A new outdoor lakeside chapel in front of the Inn has

been offered.

A full program for the summer of 1972 is being planned with

emphasis being placed on Christian Education.

Kanuga Conferences is still the responsibility of the five Carolina
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dioceses. We own it. Therefore, we should exert every effort to see that

full utilization of the facilities is accomplished to put Kanuga on a sound

operational foundation. Since our Diocese no longer contributes to

Kanuga from the Program Fund Budget, we would urge each parish to

include Kanuga in its own budget.

REPORT OF THE EPISCOPAL
CHILD CARE SERVICES

(Thompson Orphanage and Training Institution)

1. INTRODUCTION

The Episcopal Child Care Services continues to be very active in

meeting the complex and involved job of child care. Increasingly we are

asked to care for children with acting-out behavior. Providing this care

requires treatment plans and professional case work, as well as the use of

psychiatric and psychological resources from the professional community.

Great emphasis is placed on working with parents, relatives, and child

because the problems of the child are so closely related to the family unit.

Working out these parent-child relationships requires a tremendous

amount of man hours on the part of our case work staff.

2. THE EPISCOPAL CHILD CARE SERVICES

The campus of Thompson Children's Home is located off Margaret

Wallace Road in Charlotte. Forty-four children are receiving positive

guidance and care on our campus.

Twenty-two children are under our care and supervision in our

Group Homes. Goldsboro (Diocese of East Carolina) has a capacity of

twelve children, and Lincoln County (Diocese of Western North Caro-

lina) has a capacity of five children. The newest of our group, however,

is located in Greensboro (Diocese of North Carolina) and has a capacity

of five children. As the interest and support grow, more children will be

served in this group home.

Foster homes scattered throughout the state provide care for ten

children.

A total capacity of eighty-four children may receive extensive care

by Episcopal Child Care Services. The average stay of our children is

approximately two" and one-half years. Hopefully during the coming year

Episcopal Child Care Services will serve one hundred fifteen children.

3. ADMISSIONS

Children are accepted into care on the basis of their priority of need,

and our ability to meet those needs. We welcome the applications of all

children in need regardless of their race, nationality, religion, and station

in life.

4. FINANCES

The total budget for the Episcopal Child Care Services for 1970-71

was $322,416. The Thanksgiving Offering for all three Dioceses was

$50,114. Received from the Church Program Funds was $1,000 from the

Diocese of East Carolina, and $500 from Western North Carolina. We
receive no Church Program Funds from the Diocese of North Carolina.

Gifts from the Churchwomen amounted to $17,780. The total church

related offerings amounted to $69,393, which is 21.5 per cent of the

total expenses.

5. SUMMARY

The goal and purpose of the program of the Episcopal Child Care

Services is to help each child to realize his greatest potential through self-

esteem and dignity. To this end we pray for God's guidance, and your

standing by us.

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REPORT OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF
THE EPISCOPAL HOME FOR THE AGEING, INC.

(The report of this Board was in the form of an address by Mr. Edward

E. Yaggy, Jr., President, entitled "THE PENICK HOME— ITS

FUTURE," as follows:)

GREETINGS:

Bishop Fraser, Bishop Moore, and Delegates to the 156 Annual

Convention of the Diocese of North Carolina.

I am honored to be asked to speak to the Convention this morning

on behalf of the Penick Home and Its Future. I know that you have a

full agenda, and I shall try to be brief and yet convey to you what I

think you must know about the Home in order to give full and under-

standing consideration to the request which I, as its president, will make

to you on behalf of the Home.

A FEW BACKGROUND REMARKS:

At the outset let me briefly tell you . . .

1. Who I am. A retired manufacturer living happily in Chapel Hill

now about eight years . . . Born in Kansas . . . Many years in Baltimore.

2. Pertinent background. At the outset let me say that I have had

no formal training in the field of geriatrics. What little I know about

the field I have acquired in my association with the Penick Home. About

seven years as a director, three years as treasurer, and almost two as

president. Fortunately you don't have to be trained in the field of

geriatrics either to comprehend or act upon the problem which I shall

present.

3. How I got involved in the Penick Home in the first place. We
had been in our house in Chapel Hill early in August in 1964 about

72 hours when the phone rang and it was Dick Baker. Our former

Bishop. I call him Dick, because he was our pastor back at the Church

of the Redeemer in Baltimore years before he came down here as your

Bishop, and he and Bishop Abbott officiated at our wedding there. As

many of you know, Dick is a sweet, lovable, seemingly simple character,

who is actually much more subtle than he seems. He wanted to take me

out to lunch. I immediately knew that he had something else in mind.

He did. He drove me to Southern Pines to "see something he was inter-

ested in there," and I have been up to my neck in the Penick Home
ever since.

4. Why I am here speaking. This year I refused to write again the

standard letter as president of a denominational institution for the edifi-

cation of one or more diocesan committees prior to this convention. I

frankly couldn't see that such letters prepared for the past seven years

had proved to have any demonstrable value in presenting the case of the

Penick Home to the annual diocesan convention. As a substitute I agreed

to meet with any committee anywhere to discuss in person our programs,

progress, and problems. The next thing I knew Bishop Fraser asked me
to address the convention with my story. . . . And here I am.

5. Length of talk. When Bishop Fraser asked me to address you, he

said, "You will talk twenty minutes." I was immediately amused, because

I remembered back in Scandinavia in the summer of 1962. It was just

the opposite in churches there. Instead of Bishops asking laymen to talk

twenty minutes, the situation was quite the reverse. The laymen made

it quite clear that their ministers were not to preach for more than

twenty minutes. For example, in a little country church in northern

Denmark beside the pulpit was an ornate brass casting anchored top

and bottom with a large hour glass in its center. Before the minister

started his sermon, we were told, the minister swung the hour glass out

in full view of the congregation, and turned it over so that all could see

when twenty minutes was up. I shall try to finish up before you start

wishing we had an hour glass here too. So much for the background and

preliminaries . . . Let's go to work. BRIEF FIISTORY OF THE
PENICK HOME . . .

Many of you know a great deal about the Penick Home from first

and second hand experience, but I am sure that to a number of you it

is just a name of a home in Southern Pines. So let me give you a brief

history of the institution as a background for considering its present

situation. I shall make this quite condensed but adequate for our pur-

poses here this morning.

In January, 1957, a non-profit corporation . . . The Episcopal Home
for the Ageing in the Diocese of North Carolina, Inc. was started. Bishop
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Penick, I understand was largely instrumental in its creation. The object

of this corporation was and is as follows:

"To establish, hold, support, maintain, and operate one or more

Homes for the Ageing, primarily but not restricted to members of the

Episcopal Church and to provide and carry on such charitable work

in connection therewith as may be necessary or convenient in carrying

out the purpose for which this corporation is formed, including the

establishment and maintenance of nursing homes for infirm, conva-

lescents."

Shortly there was a fund raising drive to which parishes, foundations,

and individuals made gifts. Fourteen acres of land was donated in

Southern Pines by Mrs. Boyd ... A building was built, an administrator

hired, and 39 well-aged residents were found and installed. The Episcopal

Home for the Ageing was in business and the institution was named

The Penick Home. The infirmary which had been financed by a large

gift from St. Peter's Hospital Foundation was named St. Peter's Nursing

Center.

In addition to continuous support from many parishes and individ-

uals in the Diocese, there have been in recent years three significant

gifts to the Penick Home, as follows:

1. A gift of $250,000. from the estate of the Hardin family which

was used to pay off the unpaid construction loans.

2. A gift of $500,000. from the estate of Mrs. Audrey Kennedy, a

former board member, which was used to build forty additional rooms

and complete the original architectural plan which could not be com-

pleted at the original building time because of inadequate funds.

3. A gift of six acres of land adjoining our fourteen presented by

our neighbors, Mr. and Mrs. Peter Katavolos.

Last September we were licensed by the state of North Carolina as

a Skilled Nursing Center. So much for where we have been . . . let's take

a look at where we are and want to go.

ANALYSIS OF PRESENT RESIDENTS AT THE PENICK HOME:

1. 63 residents and two more to enter the home in the near future

Vacancies caused by death are first to be filled in 14 months.
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2. 59 Women ... 4 men . . . three of whom are retired ministers.

3. 16 of our residents now require skilled nursing care . . . one in

the local hospital. 25% are beyond the well-aged stage and

require continuous medical care.

4. Present average age of residents about 87.

ANALYSIS OF OUR RESIDENT WAITING LIST (TAKEN AS
OF JANUARY 26, 1972) :

1. 101 total on the list . . . average age 77.

2. 86 women—15 men ... no ministers.

3. Religious background—76 Episcopalians; 25 other.

4. Geographical origin: 78 from North Carolina; 23 out of state.

ANALYSIS OF THE DEVELOPMENT OF THIS LIST:

1. On list two years or longer 8

2. On list one to two years 29

3. On list 7 to 12 months 25

4. On list 6 months or less 39

5. Health breakdown : We understand that about 95 of these would

enter the Home as well-aged, if they were admitted today and

that 6 would go directly into a skilled nursing section.

6. 8 cottage candidates . . . Policy on such candidates ... In view

of the magnitude of our other requests, our policy has been to

keep such requests on the back burner, until

1. There were at least 8 such candidates who would collectively

pay the estimated $40,000 special public utilities costs to serve

such a group of building on our campus, and

2. The financing of such cottages would be done in a manner

consistent with the Internal Revenue Service Codes.
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THE PROGRAM PROPOSED FOR THE EXPANSION OF THE
PENIGK HOME AND ST. PETER'S NURSING CENTER BY THE
BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE EPISCOPAL HOME FOR THE
AGEING.

In view of a waiting list bursting at the seams, as you have heard,

and

In view of the current availability of the following vital requisites

in any such, program:

a. Land

b. Capable administration and staff

c. Proper medical licensure, and

In view of currently favorable interest rates and continuously rising

building costs, your board proposes to have planned, designed, financed

and built two single bedroom additions on its campus in Southern Pines

in the following order:

a. A 50 bed facility designed in its basic structure . . . that is, in

door widths, electric control circuits, etc., for the provision of skilled

nursing care to our residents requiring such care. It is quite possible that

in the next few years maybe only 25 to 35 of such beds would be so

required and used ... In such case the other remaining rooms would

be used for the care of the well-aged.

b. A 50 bed facility for the care of the well-aged.

Such expansion would, of course, more than double our present

capacity. It would do much more. It would allow us to operate much
more efficiently, because overhead expenses would not rise in proportion

to the proposed increase in capacity . . . Equally important it would

place our organization in a position to provide the types of services

which we are currently obligated to provide and will be expected to

provide in greater measure in the future.

The question has been raised as to why we are justified in spending

the time and money to create more skilled nursing care facilities in the

Southern Pines-Pinehurst area in view of the existence of another denomi-

national home in the area, St. Joseph's in the Pines which plans to
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concentrate almost entirely on providing skilled nursing care service, and

which until recently, at least (mid-November), has been operating less

than half full . . .

This is a very logical question, and I feel that there are some very

logical answers, as follows:

1. As you have heard, the average age of our residents is about

87 . . . rising all the time and we currently are serving 16 or 25% of

our residents with skilled nursing care service.

2. It is quite usual for denominational homes for the ageing to

provide skilled nursing care service for its residents as they require such

service.

3. The continuous acceleration in the number of aged persons in

this country continues to exceed the facilities being put into service to

care for them, and with the demand there is for such service in this

general area I cannot feel that the maintenance of 25 or 50 such beds

for skilled nursing care residents at the Penick Home would have any

prolonged effect upon occupancy of beds at St. Joseph's. There are too

many people needing such service.

4. I feel that our Home must adopt as an additional means of

meeting its financial needs a technique which has been used for years

in many other denominational homes, such as ours, namely that of asking

those who can upon their admission to the Home as a resident to make

a voluntary gift of $10,000. It is my understanding that about two-thirds

of the new entering residents can and do make such gifts. If we add 100

beds and institute such a policy, some $667,000 would become available

to the Homes, which would not be the case otherwise.

Naturally we cannot ask potential residents to donate $10,000 to the

Home if we cannot provide skilled nursing care, and throw them out

when they begin to need such service.

It goes without saying that we shall always be in favor of cooperat-

ing with St. Joseph's, and shall recommend to that institution such

potential residents as we can.

WHERE DO WE GET THE $2,000,000 NEEDED TO FINANCE
THESE TWO NEW 50 BED ADDITIONS?
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It will not be easy, but I feel that it can be done, if the Diocese,

its constituent members, and the Penick Home, work and cooperate in

the undertaking.

FIVE SOURCES WOULD BE TAPPED:

1. The Diocese of North Carolina and its constituent members

2. A friendly foundation known to have a particular interest in the

Penick Home

3. Bank Loans

4. A professionally run fund raising drive throughout the Diocese

5. Gifts made from new residents in the Home

For a variety of reasons it is impractical for us to depend upon

public financing for this project.

PHASE 1.

We hereby ask the Diocese of North Carolina to make a gift of

$40,000. to The Episcopal Home for the Ageing to start this program.

We feel that we are amply justified in making this request for the

following reasons:

1. In the 15 years and 9 days that the Episcopal Home for the

Ageing has been in existence, the Diocese has never given it a dime.

2. The amount of money requested—$40,000. is, when you think of

it only a token . . . just 2% of the $2,000,000. we need for the whole

program.

3. I don't see how we can ask other sources to put up $1,960,000 if

the owners . . . the Diocese . . . won't put up even 2% of what we need.

4. We currently have no funds with which to pay architects to get

started on our plans which should be underway as soon as possible.

PHASE 2.

After receiving the $40,000. vote of confidence from the Diocese we
propose to secure the next $1,000,000 in the following manner:

1. Arrange term bank loans for $500,000.
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2. Ask our friendly foundation to make a matching gift to The

Episcopal Home for the Ageing of an equal amount. Preliminary talks

tend to support the feasibility of this approach.

PHASE 3.

As rapidly as possible there would be initiated throughout the

Diocese a professionally managed fund raising campaign to raise $500,000.

PHASE 4.

We would seek to have the friendly foundation make a matching

grant of $500,000.

PHASE 5.

We would institute the program of asking residents entering the

Home who could afford to make such gifts to donate $10,000. to the

Home outright. As indicated before, this procedure, if properly carried

out could provide the funds to repay the bank loans and to start an

endowment fund which could amount to $150,000. or more.

CONCLUSION:

Such is our proposal and request. If this $2,000,000. program is

carried out, it will involve a lot of "blood, sweat, and tears," and miles

driven, and phone calls, and letters, and appointments. That I feel we

can do!

But it all starts with the Diocese, which is obviously very much
involved in the care of the aged through the Episcopal Home for The

Ageing, and after 15 years I feel that it is imperative for you to grant

it the requested financial assistance to demonstrate your actual interest.

I am reminded of an old expression used by the watermen on the

Eastern shore of Maryland. It is "time for you to fish, cut bait, or go

ashore."

I thank you.
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SAINT MARY'S JUNIOR COLLEGE

St. Mary's moves on. Total enrollment has increased to 521. An

extensive program of refurbishing and rewiring the dormitories for

airconditioning is underway. Two additional tennis courts have been

lighted (for a total of four), and new lighting has been installed in the

parking areas and driveways. A new gymnasium is under construction,

and a new classroom building was dedicated in October. The "Decade

of Renewal" development program, launched with a minimum goal of

$7.5 million, had, by October, approached $1.9 million in gifts and

pledges.

The dynamic optimism of President Frank W. Pisani seems to be

forging a spirit of progress and a new team for action. The administrative

team has been enlarged with a consequent redefinition of duties; the

governance system is being re-examined, and more formal definitions of

the roles of Administration, Faculty, and Students are being made. A
statement of academic freedom for the Faculty has been promulgated,

and a system of Faculty appointment and tenure is under study. The

mission of the College is being re-examined, and St. Mary's is moving

to consolidate and exploit its unique capabilities as one of the "inter-

mediate" institutions suggested by the recent Carnegie Commission report.

Such movement exacts its toll in stresses and strains. Cross-purposes

sometimes make sparks fly, and occasionally the seams show. Relations

with the Diocese remain a festering sore—not at all eased by the pro-

posed Diocesan budget. The College remains unknown to many people

and regarded by some who know it as a "snob" school. The student

body is still lily-white, and there is some interest in the "integration from

the top" represented by my election. Occasionally, the students grow

restive, but the lines of communication remain open; and while some

may question whether St. Mary's should take some stands, there is no

doubt as to the stands it takes. But the stresses appear to result from the

straining after new goals rather than a desire to maintain the status quo.

St. Mary's is moving.

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REPORT OF SAINT AUGUSTINE'S COLLEGE

Saint Augustine's College held its 105th Formal Opening exercises

on October 19, 1971 with an enrollment of 1,286, which is the largest in

its history. It has a full-time faculty of 75 persons, about 40 percent of

whom hold earned doctoral degrees.

This year's student body represents several racial and ethnic groups.

Saint Augustine's has on a percentage basis, more foreign students than

any college its size in North Carolina.

This college, like most institutions of higher education, is having to

tighten its belt in order to cope with the sluggish economy that presently

prevails. Not only this, there has been a tremendous reduction in student

aid provided the college from Federal sources. Despite the fact that our

students are charged the modest sum of $2,100 which includes room,

board, tuition and fees, approximately 88 percent of them are receiving

more than three-fifths of the total charges made through various loans,

grants and other scholarship aid provided by and through the college.

Saint Augustine's students, in the main, do not come from affluent

families; about 70 percent of our students come from families whose

total income is less than $7,000. Even if each student were to pay the

total $2,100 charged, the college still has to add from a cost accounting

point of view, $1,375.35 to those total charges for every student who
enrolls in order to make ends meet.

Despite the weals and woes that confront all of higher education,

Saint Augustine's College, through its dedicated Board of Trustees and

because of the confidence its various publics have manifested in it, was

able to raise during the past school year approximately $1,700,000 from

the private sector. The largest in its history in the amount of $400,000

was received from the Good Samaritan Foundation in Wilmington,

Delaware, last summer and several grants of $200,000 and above were

received during this period.

Saint Augustine's will become one of the few small private colleges

in this state to establish a Distinguished Professorship in each of its four

divisions, beginning with the school year 1972-73. This, hopefully, will

enable the college to attract some of the best faculty minds in the country

to teach at this institution.
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Some indications of the progress that the college is making is

evidenced by the fact that more than 37 percent of its 225 1971 graduates

went on to graduate and professional schools. The SAT scores of enter-

ing freshmen has increased substantially. The curriculum has been revised

consistent with new opportunities that are increasingly becoming avail-

able to our students.

The college expects to break ground for a $1,200,000 library early

in February, 1972. This library will hold 150,000 volumes; will have a

microfilm room, audio-visual room, archives room, art gallery, open

stack area and many other modern features. The completion of this

building will bring to a total of four (4) new structures that have been

built at Saint Augustine's during the past six years.

Now that Saint Augustine's College is no longer in the Diocesan

Budget, we shall find it necessary to appeal directly to our many friends,

parishes and missions of this Diocese for support in order that we might

continue the viable and vigorous program that is already underway.

We are

fortunate to have Mr. Hudson to direct the transition at Sewanee

Academy with emphasis on quality education at the Secondary School

level.

Sewanee has about reached its scheduled program of women stu-

dents. This year 230 women (and 700 men). Our new Dean of Women,

Dr. Mary Jane Donnalley, is also Professor of Psychology and Education,

and Tennis Coach. She has many honors and awards of recognition.

Again we are fortunate to have a person of her caliber to be in charge

of our girls.

Unrestricted gifts to Sewanee increased this past year through the

efforts of many in the million dollar program but still, as is the case

with all schools, more is needed—Our student body is wholesome, serious

and of high to superior quality—This will continue when you help:

REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE ON
CONSTITUTION AND CANONS

I—AMExNDMENTS TO THE CONSTITUTION.

1. The following amendments having received the concurrence of

a majority of both orders present at the 155th Annual Conveh-
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tion, are now recommended for final adoption at this the 156th

Annual Convention, to-wit

:

a. That Section 6 of Article III of the Constitution of the

Diocese of North Carolina be amended by striking out the

word "adult" in line numbered 3 and inserting after the word

"Church," in line numbered 4, the following words: "seven-

teen years of age or older,".

(The amendment was finally adopted on second reading

on January 29, 1972)

b. That Section 1 of Article IX of the Constitution of the

Diocese of North Carolina be amended by deleting the word

"adult" in line one, and by adding after the words "United

States" in line two, the following words: "seventeen years of

age or older,"

(The amendment was finally adopted on second reading

on January 29, 1972)

2. The Committee recommends that the following amendment to

Article III, Section 3, be approved on first reading:

That the words "having been" in line 1 be deleted. That the

words "as well as having resided therein" in line 2 be deleted,

and that the words "and a legal resident therein" be inserted in

line 2 in place thereof.

(The amendment was adopted on first reading on January

28, 1972)

II—AMENDMENTS TO THE CANONS.

1. That section 1 of Canon XXI be amended by deleting the word

and numeral "twelve (12)" in line seven, and substituting in

place thereof the word and numeral "fifteen (15)."

(The amendment was adopted on January 29, 1972)

2. That Section 1 of Canon XXIV be amended by deleting the

word "triennially" in line one, and substituting in lieu thereof

the word "annually."

(The amendment was adopted on January 29, 1972)
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3. That Section 1 of Canon XXI be further amended by designating

the said section, as previously amended, as 1 (a) and by adding

thereto subsection (b) to read as follows:

"(b). Nominees receiving a majority vote of those present

and voting on any ballot shall be declared elected. If subse-

quent ballots be required, the nominees to be voted on shall

be limited to such number remaining as are twice the number

of offices to be filled, who received on the preceding ballot

the highest number of votes, exclusive of those declared

elected."

(The amendment was adopted on January 29, 1972)

4. That Section 1 and 4 of Canon XXXII be amended as follows:

Section 1 amendment: (a) That the words "and Elections" in

lines four and five of section 1 be deleted, (b) That a new

section numbered 1(a) reading as follows, be adopted:

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ANNUAL REPORT
DIVISION OF ECUMENICAL AFFAIRS

Ecumenism, like motherhood and apple pie is a subject which only

the most heartless or calloused are apt to be clearly and irrevocably

against. Because of this, it is difficult to get beneath the abundance of

cliches attached to it in order to examine it critically and objectively.

But idealism is not the only factor that complicates the issue. In the

1960's and early 70's we have become increasingly aware of the rapidity

of change that affects every level of life. Our life patterns are changing;

new awarenesses are emerging; and the social ferment has dramatically

altered the complexion of ecumenism in the last decade. Basic assump-

tions that went unchallenged in 1960 no longer enjoy acceptance. Alterna-

tive belief and value-systems have arisen to threaten traditional institu-

tions. Doors that once seemed closed forever are now opening upon

heretofore undreamt of possibilities (i.e., Anglican-Roman Catholic

dialogues, experimental Christian communities not rooted in any par-

ticular denomination, an abundance of local efforts at community service

which are not denominationally self-conscious).

When the Consultation on Church Union (COCU) was born in

1962 it entered the world as a child of its own era—manifesting the

assumptions and world view of the time. The dream of organic (i.e.,

organizational) union seemed logical from a practical as well as a

theological point of view. In 1972, however, we tend to see the church/

world situation in different categories. Our thinking is becoming less

structure oriented and more concerned with the function and purpose for

which structures are created. Questions of organizational structure

seem slightly quaint. In the light of pressing human needs, a preoccupa-

tion with structures is about as "on target" as Don Quixote doing battle

with windmills. Our perception of the Holy Spirit's presence has been

expanded so that now we see Him "alive, and well, and at work" in the

world beyond the boundaries of the church. We are more open to the

possibility that the Holy Spirit is working in the uniqueness of many-

diverse local efforts rather than channeled from the top down (through

the hierarchical ladder).

This shift in our perceptions was clearly reflected at this year's

annual plenary of COCU (Denver, Sept. 1961). At that meeting there

was a discernible shift in the kinds of questions being asked. Rather than
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asking "what is the nature of the unity we seek?" the GOCU plenary

indicated it has indeed been listening intently to the feelings of people at

the grass roots in that the question now being asked is: "What is the

nature of the unity we are?"

This rephrasing of the question is so fundamental that it cannot be

over-emphasized. But what will make it difficult to appreciate is that

COCU's A Plan of Union, published in 1970 for the dissemination to

the member churches for study and response, seems to have become a

stumbling block prematurely injected into ecumenical conversations. The

chapters on ecclesiastical organization in that document have resulted in

focusing our attention on the very problematic issues of structure so

that those dilemmas return to confuse and preoccupy us at the very

moment our awareness of God's action among us is being seen less and

less in structural terms.

At first glance the evidence we meet seems contradictory. On the one

hand, grass roots interest in COCU is less than enthusiastic. It is difficult

to get the average man in the pew to take it seriously. On the other hand,

the spirit of ecumenism is active and apparent which suggests that the

ecumenical movement may be changing rather than slowing down.

Surely there is a way of framing the ecumenical question without begging

a perfunctory "yes" or "no" on COCU. The consultation has created

the impression that we are locked into a time-table that will force us to

make once and for all decisions very soon. Is it not possible that we need

to reaffirm our commitment to exploration (vs. decision) and defer a

"win-lose" showdown?

The Division of Ecumenical Affairs has sought to foster the study

and response approach to A Plan of Union; but this effort has met with

minimal success. At the same time the Division notes interest and involve-

ment in numerous ecumenical ventures throughout the diocese. What we

feel needs to be encouraged is a continued effort to frame the ecumenical

question in the light of changing experiences and consciousnesses and

take note all the while of the almost infinite variety of ways in which

individual Christians and whole congregations are manifesting their

God-given unity in Christ.

As a diocese we would like to recommit ourselves to the process of

ecumenical exploration at all levels (including GOCU), even though
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we feel that so far the Consultation has not brought us to the point

where our Lord's will for the Oneness of His Body can be visible in

the fullest way.

At last year's Diocesan Convention, Trinity Church, Scotland Neck,

presented a resolution on this subject which was referred to our division.

We are appreciative of this "feed back" and invite it from others.

Furthermore we feel that the plenary at Denver is evidence that COCU
is in fact listening and responding to just this kind of grass-roots sentiment.

After the Denver plenary, a document entitled "A Word to the

Churches" was published as a report to the member churches. In

essence their report urged three things:

1) a recommitment to the "broadest possible participation in devel-

oping an improved Plan of Union. Already 450,000 copies of

the Plan have been distributed, and (so far) more than 400

comments from study groups have been received.

2) the initiation and continuance of "programs leading to the

achievement of racial justice . . . for minorities in the churches

and in the nation;"

3) a "move in the near future to an interim eucharistic fellowship

on some regular basis." This, in essence, suggests that even before

an ecclesiastical reunion is achieved, we might remove any

barriers that prevent us from participating fully in the Holy

Communion across denominational lines. The implication here

is that the Lord's Supper is a cause, as well as a sign, of unity.

Though in fact some Episcopalians do, from time to time, receive

the Communion in churches of another denomination, our

Church's official policy seems to prohibit that in that our General

Convention authorized our Church's use of the COCU com-

munion service provided that an Episcopal priest was either the

or one of the celebrants at such a service.

In conclusion the Division on Ecumenical Affairs having considered

the proceedings of the Denver plenary, would present the following

resolutions to this Diocesan Convention:

Be it resolved that, we the One Hundred Fifty Sixth Annual Con-

vention of the Diocese of North Carolina endorse and encourage
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continuing conversation, exploration, and experimentation at all

levels of ecumenical life;

Be it further resolved that this Diocesan Convention petition the

General Convention of the Episcopal Church to consider and act

upon the notion of "interim eucharistic fellowship" as it is suggested

by COCU.

And finally be it resolved that this One Hundred Fifty Sixth Annual

Convention of the Diocese of North Carolina endorse the above

report, forwarding copies of it to the Consultation on Church Union

and the Joint Commission on Ecumenical Relations of the Episcopal

Church.

REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE
ON RESOLUTIONS

The Committee recommends that the Resolution of the Division on

Ecumenical Affairs in its Annual Report be adopted (See above).

(The final action of the Convention was the adoption of the

Resolution after the second resolve paragraph, not printed in

this Journal, had, on motion duly passed, been deleted.)

The Committee recommends that the resolution from the Vestry of

St. Thomas' Church, Reidsville, having to do with the request that

nominees as deputies to General Convention express to this Diocesan

Convention their opinions concerning Services For Trial Use be not

adopted.

As Bishop Fraser pointed out in his address to this Convention, the

deputies here elected to the General Convention are not elected to

represent their own opinions, but rather have the obligation to inform

themselves regarding the attitudes and opinions of those they are to

represent in order that their actions in the General Convention

reflect not the personal opinions of the deputies but the consensus

of the Diocese.
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The Liturgical Commission of the Diocese reports to us and to our

deputies to the General Convention the experience of the people and

their opinions and attitudes toward the trial liturgy and should con-

tinue to do so right up to the time of the next General Convention.

Our deputies will have access to this information and will be accessible

to vestries and to individual communicants for the purpose of being

informed as to the developing attitudes of the people of all the

parishes.

While the members of this Committee are unanimous in approving the

desire that the people have a voice in the General Convention, it is

believed there are more effective means available for the purpose than

that suggested in the 'Reidsville Resolution' and hence we report it

to you unfavorably.

(On motion duly passed, the recommendation of the Committee

was approved and the resolution was not adopted.)

3. Your Committee does not favor the adoption of the Resolution of the

delegates from Christ Church, Raleigh, in regard to advance circu-

lation of resolutions, budgets, etc., to come before the Annual Con-

vention.

REPORT ON THE ADDRESS OF THE BISHOP

The committee on the Bishop's address met, considered his address

and responds to the following portions:

First: The State of the Church Committee should not be abolished.

There are many valid reasons for this, the most glaring of which is that

the Bishop yesterday had to spend almost one third of his address report-

ing on matters which fall within the duties of this committee, when

possibly he could have been discussing other important items. Therefore,

we believe that the resolution to delete Section 3 of Canon 32 of the

Constitution and Canons made by the State of the Church Committee

last year should be defeated.

Second: We too feel that the crisis in the Church for the past several

years, at least in this Diocese, seems to have "bottomed out" and that

the general condition of the Diocese is moving upward. We also strongly

concur with the Bishop in his desire for this Diocese to assume at least

a portion of the financial support of the Penick Home.

Third: We appreciate and affirm the Bishop's comments on com-

munications (or the lack thereof) between the Diocese and the National

Church and we further urge our delegates to the National Convention

to be prepared at our next Diocesan Convention to inform us of their

plans to better intra Diocesan communications before and after the

National Convention. We further feel a real need for better communica-

tion within the Diocese and are of the opinion that our official organ,

"The North Carolina Churchman" is not sufficient to and does not

adequately cope with this serious problem.

Fourth: The Task Force Committee setting up and conducting the

meeting between our clergy and the North Carolina Department of Public

Instruction is to be commended and urged to follow through with this

important beginning.

Fifth: The committee feels the most important part of the Bishop's

address was his concern with and remark on the total relationship be-

tween the clergy and their congregations. We concur in this concern.

Many of us have already experienced some or all of these relationships

in our own parish life. We recommend that this entire question be actively

pursued by the proper committee of the Diocese.

Sixth: The remarks of the Bishop concerning the decision making

bodies of the Diocese echoed a resolution made by this committee last

year and passed by the Convention. This committee now feels that the

Bishop should appoint an Ad Hoc committee to study decision making

in the Diocese and report to the next Convention.

In summary, we feel that the Bishop has pinpointed some of the

vital issues before us today. We believe that a positive course of action

by this Convention in response to his address will provide some of the

ways to enable us to be more effective in carrying out the true business

of the Church in this time in history.

REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE
ON INSTITUTIONS

The Committee on Institutions has reviewed the reports which have

been sent to the convention from the following institutions: Kanuga

Conference Center, the Episcopal Child Care Services, St. Mary's Junior

College, St. Augustine's College, and the University of the South. These

reports will be filed with the Secretary of the Diocese without individual

reading. Omitted from this list is the report by Mr. Edward Yaggy,

chairman of the Board of Directors of the Penick Home, which was

presented in full to the Convention rather than just to the committee and

which will also be filed with the Secretary.

The Committee makes the following specific comments to the

convention delegates:

1. It commends both St. Mary's and St. Augustine's for their con-

tinued dedication to providing higher education in increasingly difficult

times and for their active programs for expansion. The Committee agrees,

however, with the Diocesan Council that the purpose of the church is

not to support educational institutions but rather to urge both private

individuals and individual parish churches within the diocese to con-

tribute directly to these colleges as the most effective way of supporting

them.

2. It commends the directors of the Kanuga Center for its develop-

ment fund campaign as well as those parishes and missions which have

responded to its needs and services. As this is the only camp and con-

ference center in the diocese, the committee hopes that more groups and

parishes within the diocese will avail themselves of the camp's facilities

at all times of the year.
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3. It wishes to draw to the attention of the delegates the remark-

able activities of the Child Care Services which range from the familiar

Thompson Orphanage and foster home arrangements to more recent

and ambitious efforts to work with emotionally disturbed children who

would otherwise have no professional care or personal attention. A mem-

ber of the committee reports that the work being done in the Goldsboro

Center is outstanding in every respect. Through direct contributions to

these services, individuals and parishes can show an active, loving concern

for children which will help them find their greatest potential as human
beings.

4. The Committee received no report, written or oral, from The

Terraces, an institution sponsored by this diocese, and no report was

received last year. In Canon 31, section 2, there is a special directive

that the Board of Directors of The Terraces shall report annually to the

Convention. In view of this failure to comply with the canon and in

view of the fact that there is included in this year's budget an item of

$4,800 for The Terraces, the Committee felt compelled to lay the matter

before the delegates so that they may decide what recommendations, if

any, to make to the Diocesan Council for action next year.

FIRST DAY— FRIDAY

The 157th Annual Convention of the Episcopal Diocese of North

Carolina convened in the Wagoner Convention Center adjacent to the

Holiday Inn #4, North Tryon Street Extension, Charlotte, North Caro-

lina, on Friday, February 2, 1973, at 10:00 A.M. The Bishop of the

Diocese presided, and the Opening Devotional Service (prepared by the

Diocesan Liturgical Commission) was led by the Reverend John T.

Broome, Rector of Holy Trinity Church, Greensboro. The Episcopal

Churches of the City of Charlotte united to host this Convention.

On separate motions duly passed, the Reverend Carl F. Herman

was re-elected Secretary of the Convention, and the appointment of the

Rverend Philip R. Byrum as Assistant Secretary was confirmed. The

Reverend Mr. Herman certified the presence of a constitutional quorum

in both orders, whereupon the Chair declared the Convention duly con-

vened and ready for business.

The Chair expressed special thanks to Judge Exum and Father

Campbell for their valuable assistance in helping expedite the proceedings

of this annual Convention.

Following closing devotions and the Blessing by the Bishop, the Con-

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Address of the Bishop
We want the local Committee on Arrangements to know how glad

we are to be in Charlotte and how much we appreciate the hospitality

and arrangements that have been made for us. Once again, we are al)

under one roof for lodging, worship, and our business sessions. I am not

sure what effect the location of a convention, that is, whether it is in a

church or in a motel or on a college campus, has on the delegates; but

we are grateful to the Committee and the Charlotte churches.

There are several items which will come before this Convention which

could affect the administration of the diocese, the parish ministry, and

reflect on our concept of the nature of the Church. These subjects were

introduced at our last Convention. We will have a report from the

Committee on Decision-Making, a report on Clergy Agreements, and,

I understand, there are several resolutions on the Ordination of Women
to the Priesthood. These are not all of the subjects to come before us,

but they do relate to the doctrine and discipline of the Church and I ask

that you give them careful and prayerful consideration.

When we come to discuss the budget we will need to remember that

in 1969 our quota acceptances for the Church's Program Budget totaled

$540,490. In 1970, which we sometimes refer to as the year of unpleas-

antness and misunderstanding, our quota acceptances dropped to

$433,907. In 1973 our quota acceptances are $508,670. In brief, we are

only $31,820 short of what we might call our last normal year, and if

seven of our larger churches had accepted their quota in full, we would

have been almost $7,000 ahead of our last best year. It is also significant

to recognize that in the proposed budget for 1973 our giving to the

National Church will have increased $37,302 since 1970. In my opinion,

these figures indicate that at last we have moved off dead center, that

we are beginning to experience a renewed confidence and unity in the

Diocese of North Carolina, and this is in spite of the fact that twenty-four

congregations did not accept their full quota and two congregations,

because of local circumstances, were forced to reject their quota in full.

My address has one major point: Let us seize this new confidence

and unity to rebuild and expand.

We have all experienced some rough days in the past three years. It
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has been hard on lay people, clergy, and the Bishops. Friends have

divided, families have divided, congregations have divided. Harsh state-

ments have been made. People and programs have been hurt. There

have been serious failures in leadership at all levels. Most of all, we have

suffered from timid and ill informed leadership. We have suffered from

a lack of understanding of the nature and function of the Church and

specifically from a knowledge of our own Episcopal Church and our

duties and responsibilities as churchmen. But more seriously, clergy and

laity alike have been hurt by a refusal or failure or inability to read the

signs of the times.

For example:

1. The people of this diocese and, I believe, the whole nation want

and need unity and peace and we have permitted ourselves to become

bogged down in confrontation, criticism and division.

2. Church people, youth as well as adults, and even non-church

people have demonstrated a hunger for an experience of quiet worship

where they could open their hearts to the still small voice of God. Instead

we have blindly chosen this time to argue about a "Green" Book rather

than using that Book, the Prayer Book or any other book to lead people

into the worship of God in spirit and in truth.

3. At a time when the very foundations of our civilization have been

shaken by war on almost every continent, corruption at home and abroad,

public assassinations, hunger, unemployment, floods and earthquakes, we

have chosen to indulge in theological fads, moral and ethical doubts,

which cause people to question whether God is dead or has just aban-

doned His creation. God as we know Him through Jesus Christ is the

only reason for our existence. Our program is to proclaim His gospel and

strive to bring it into being at all times, at all places, and under all con-

ditions.

4. When the world, this nation, and the cities and rural areas of this

diocese were begging for the assistance of the good works that are born of

a true and committed faith, we permitted ourselves to separate faith and

works. This is like separating two sides of a coin. You cannot separate

faith and works without destroying one or the other.

When the Church sees a person suffering and crosses over to the other
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side and passes by, that church has turned its back on God and lost its

reason for existence.

When a priest or a lay person goes to the altar with anger or a lack

of love in his heart—God has been forgotten—and division and deteriora-

tion set in.

I am proud and greatly encouraged when I find lay people, clergy,

congregations and agencies of this diocese quietly but constructively con-

tributing to individuals and community organizations in an effort to

alleviate poverty, prejudice, oppression, and to enable others to gnin

dignity through better housing, employment, and education. And just

so this will not all sound poetical, let me report that through the efforts

of individual Episcopalians, congregations, the diocese, and especially

Saint Augustine's College, over one million dollars a year has been

deposited in checking and savings accounts of black banks in this diocese

for the past three years—a visible, concrete example of overcoming bar-

riers and an expression of trust and confidence.

But this is only part of the human scene and not all people are called

or are able to serve in the same way. There is marriage, home, youth,

environment, war, education—almost everywhere you turn—theie is a

call for help. Our challenge is to find our place and translate our abili-

ties into positive Christian action. Yes, we need action, but we also need

faith. We need both to strengthen, support and balance each other.

If it is true that we have moved off dead center, then new challenges

face the clergy, vestries, and congregations. People are willing to give

whatever it takes to meet the tragedies of life, but they are more inter-

ested in giving to prevent the tragedies. The challenge we face is to

translate this willingness into parish and diocesan programs. We need to

ask what are we doing where we are to prevent the evils that destroy life?

We need an inventory of the power—manpower, lovepower, money-

power—in this diocese. I would wager that it is enough to shake the

whole Church, if not the nation. The old excuses of Trial Use, GCSP,

and the National Council of Churches are no longer valid because they

are minimized by the new challenges. If they are still blocking your con-

gregation, then you need to smoke them out for there is something else

wrong. It may be leadership and I am not referring just to clergy leader-
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ship but to vestry leadership and lay support. It may be diocesan leader-

ship. Whatever it is, we need to say so and deal with it.

There is one thing I have learned in this past year and that is that

we are not as honest with one another as we need to be. I don't mean
being brutally critical, but I do mean as Christian to Christian in a

loving and supportive manner sharing what is best for our Christian

witness and proclamation of the Gospel.

There is nothing to be gained in refusing to face issues. A clergyman

is of no value to the spiritual life of a congregation if he babies them and

keeps them on a religious Pablum for fear of rocking the boat.

A Senior Warden or a Vestry is of no value to a clergyman if they

will not candidly and honestly tell him where his leadership is weak and

at the same time loyally stand by and support him.

Another thing I have learned about clergy and laymen is that no

matter how close their friendship may seem, neither one has a clear-cut

understanding of what the other expects of him as a layman or as a

priest.

The day when a parish or a diocese can avoid critical analysis of its

stewardship of manpower and money in order to maintain a comfortable

image of itself is gone forever. This is a great, big, wonderful world that

is calling for creative leadership. God is the initial creator and as His

children we are challenged to take our place in answering that call. And
this calls for honest evaluation on the part of each of us.

Let me try to summarize what I have been saying—the main point of

which is that we seize this new confidence and unity and begin to rebuild

and expand.

The Church is not a social enterprise for the benefit of a few select

people. The Church is in the people business. The mission of the Church

is to the whole world, and the life and purpose of the church is for the

salvation of ALL people.

2. A church which teaches love must practice love. A church which

teaches reconciliation must practice reconciliation. A church which

teaches non-violence must practice non-violence. This means that the

local parish is a place where people gather to practice the life Christ
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taught us to live and where we are strengthened by the food of heaven at

the altar of God so that we can go out into the world and live as His

disciples.

3. We must be a restless people as long as one man is hungry, as long

as one family is without a home, as long as one person is lost or oppressed,

and one nation is at war.

4. If we are going to be for real, these are the things expected of us.

God expects them and the non-Christian world expects them.

And finally, the parishes in this diocese and elsewhere who have a

healthy and happy congregational life—who raise their budget from

cheerful givers—whose parish life attracts other people to them—who
enjoy some small measure of peace with God and man—are those

parishes who keep every phase of their life under careful, critical analysis

and at the same time have been faithful to the doctrine, the discipline,

and the worship of this Church.

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Suffragan Bishop's Report
Once again I have the pleasure of greeting you in the name of

God and giving you a report on the areas of work for which Bishop

Fraser has assigned me responsbility, namely Missions and College Work.

MISSIONS

Last year I asked the Division of Services to Congregations from

the Task Force to assist me in making an assessment of our Diocesan

missions. The Reverend Robert Davis and the Reverend Roderick

Reinecke rendered valuable service in helping to evaluate our program.

I am deeply grateful to them, and I would like to share with you some

of the facts that we discovered.

One of the things we did was rate our missions on a scale of A - 1,

with the following results:

A-4 F-4

B-9 G-3

C-5 H-7

D-16 1-2

E-4

This indicates that we have a great variety of missions in our

Diocese. They differ widely from one another, and each has to be dealt

with on an individual basis.

Then we tried to decide what was our support assumptions. If we
are asking the Diocese of North Carolina to support our missions to the

extent of $84,960, we should have some criteria to measure that support.

We came up with the following:

1. Growing communities.

2. Outreach possibilities—a sense of mission, willingness to give

time, money and talents.

3. Willingness to be involved in the Diocese and its programs,

a desire to help shape that program.

4. Dependency Syndrome—is the mission making a determined
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effort to stand on its own feet or is it leaning too heavily on

the Diocese?

5. Is there a spirit of life and vitality—what kind of self-image

does the mission have?

6. Is the mission meeting some special needs, ministering to the

poor, the black community, the academic, the deaf, intercity,

and rural?

7. Desire to learn, grow, accept challenge, and develop educa-

tional programs.

8. Encouragement of lay leadership.

9. Potential, realistic expectations—in what areas?

10. Way stations.

It might interest you to know that in our missions there are

approximately 5,292 baptized members out of a total Diocesan mem-
bership of 38,786 and 3,473 communicants out of a Diocesan total of

27,278.

One of our greatest problems is finding clergy who will assure a

continuing ministry of word and sacrament in our mission churches.

Last year although two clergymen were added to our staff of mission

priests, we still need three others. No longer is it Diocesan policy to

assign clergy to missions. We expect the Mission Committee to have a

full voice in calling a clergyman. It is essential that they be part of

every decision-making process.

We continue to depend heavily on priests who are graduate students

on whose basic salary comes from a source other than the church. W7

e

call them non-stipendiary clergy. These are invaluable to the Diocese of

North Carolina, and we thank God for each of them, who at the cost

of much personal sacrifice enable us to minister in places which other-

wise would be without the benefit of clergy. This is only a partial

answer to our problem of clergy supply in small towns and rural

churches, and I am convinced that for the future we need to begin to

encourage more of our talented lay leaders to consider the possibility

of studying for Orders while continuing in their regular jobs. The

National Canons on the ministry now provide a process that makes this
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achievable for many laymen. We rejoice that we now have one such man,

Mr. David Wright, who has been accepted as a Postulant and is now

reading for Orders. We look forward to his ordination, and we hope

and pray that others will follow his example.

We are happy to report that two or three of our larger missions are

making rapid strides toward parish status. Many are developing varied

and exciting programs of service and community outreach. Notable

among these is the Church of the Epiphany, Rocky Mount, which each

summer conducts a program for over 100 children in the area. Although

they are without a clergyman, the lay people have seized the initiative

and have qualified for a grant from our Diocesan Grant Program. They

are rendering a valuable service to their community. Another small

mission, St. Cyprian's, Oxford, has just begun a Program for Retarded

Children.

Christ the King Center, Charlotte, has enlarged its program of

service to the community to the extent that they have now added a new

staff member, Mr. Richard Banks. The program of the Center, under

the leadership of the Reverend James Kenyon, continues to grow in size

and effectiveness. Programs include a Summer Camp-at-Home Program

involving several hundred children, a Tutoring Program, a Senior Citizens

Program, a Job Counseling Program, and many others. If any of you

would like to be more informed about the good works of Christ the King

Center, Father Kenyon will be happy to supply you with information or

place you on his mailing list. Also if any churches or individuals would

like to give additional financial support to the Center, it would be

greatly appreciated and would assure that many of the good programs

of the Center would be continued and developed further.

HOSPITAL CHAPLAINCY

One of the most vital ministries which we in North Carolina support

is the Hospital Chaplaincy at the Duke Medical Center. For many years

now this post has been filled by the Reverend William Spong. Will

became one of the best Hospital Chaplains in the business, and he

achieved wide recognition for the skill and effectiveness of his ministry

at the Medical Center. At the end of the summer, he accepted a position

as Professor of Pastoral Theology at the Seminary of the Southwest and
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the Presbyterian Seminary at Austin, Texas. He is a difficult man to

replace. However, his services were so much appreciated by the adminis-

tration and staff at Duke that now they have offered to assist in financ-

ing his successor. A very careful job description, satisfactory to the Center

and the Diocese, has been developed which will be jointly supported.

We will contribute $10,000 a year, and the Medical Center will con-

tribute the balance. This will effect a savings to the Diocese of $8,000.

The title for the position will be Episcopal Chaplain and Associate

Chaplain Supervisor, Duke Medical Center. The Chaplain will be jointly

responsible to the Bishop and the Director of Chaplains Service at Duke
University Medical Center. His job will be annually evaluated by these

two persons.

COLLEGE CHAPLAINS
We continue to rejoice in the ministry of our five full-time College

Chaplains to the universities and colleges in our Diocese. Their ministry

is one of broad scope and involves much more than a ministry to Episco-

pal students and faculty members, even though this continues to be an

important aspect of it. The ministry of the College Chaplain extends

to the whole academic community. Our Chaplains are sensitive to the

needs on their respective campuses, and they plug into these needs in

many varied ways. They are working with those who are hung up on

drugs, with the dropout students, and the runaways. They are involved

in counseling projects, teaching, day care centers, and many other activi-

ties designed to bring the loving care of our Lord to bear on meeting

human needs wherever they are to be found.

One of the major projects of the Chaplains last year was an effort

to provide a more adequate ministry to black students. Our Chaplain at

the University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill has been very active in

initiating a movement to provide a black Chaplain at that University.

At North Carolina A & T University, another Chaplain serves as Chair-

man of the Board which is responsible for financing a Chaplain there.

The Chaplains are determined that this Diocese shall increase its efforts

to insure that the black students on college and university campuses of

our state shall have chaplains who will help them to relate their lives to

the Christian Gospel. You will note that in the 1973 budget you are

asked to help support this ministry on three campuses—North Carolina

A & T University, North Carolina Central University, and the University

of North Carolina at Chapel Hill.



Suffragan Bishop's Report 115

Next week our Chaplains will participate in an Educational Con-

sultation on College Work to be held at Queens College, Charlotte. The

purpose of the Consultation is to build an encounter between those

responsible for campus ministry and the clergy and lay people of our

churches. Twenty clergy and laity have agreed to attend.

Last year our Chaplains visited seventeen communities and twenty-

eight churches in our Diocese to speak about their work. I encourage

the delegates to this Convention to invite them to your church or mission.

They will be glad to come, and it will be a blessing to your people to

hear firsthand of the work that they are doing in the name of Christ with

the support you give them. Our Chaplains are capable and dedicated

men. It is a joy for me to work with them, and I commend them to

you in every way.

CONCLUSION

I would like to express my gratitude to my Bishop and yours for

the exciting and dynamic leadership he continues to give this Diocese.

In all my thirty-three years in the ministry, I have never known anyone

more committed to the Lord and His Church. He always gives one

hundred per cent of himself to everything he undertakes. He is a con-

tinued source of inspiration and strength to me, and I thank God for

all he means to me and this Diocese.

I would pay tribute also to all those clergy and laity with whom I

work in the Diocese. We have a good team, and it is a joy and pleasure

to work with all of them.

Although we have not by any means reached Utopia, I think we

have turned an important corner in the Diocese. I see many encouraging

signs that the Church is beginning to move out with more effectiveness

to speak and minister to all sorts and conditions of men for Christ's sake.

We are becoming aware in our highly technological and scientific society

that the only way we can find meaning and joy and fulfillment in life is

through Jesus Christ, the living Lord. Today, I believe that men are

hungry for more than bread to fill their stomachs, more than jobs

to earn a living, more than a higher standard of living for themselves

and their children; they are hungry for Christ, and it is our job to see

to it that they are fed.

REPORT OF NORTH CAROLINA
EPISCOPAL CLERGY ASSOCIATION

I'm glad to be given the chance to tell you that, on January 12th,

1973 about 40 clergy of the diocese met together and formed the North

Carolina Episcopal Clergy Association. (This decision was taken follow-

ing nearly 2 years' of study)

.

It has been apparent to the ordained clergy of many denominations

that there has been an uneasiness, even a malaise in their ranks for some

years. There is not time to develop here the causes for this condition, but

suffice it to say that the old and proven patterns of clergy life and clerical

behavior were being challenged by changing structures in our society

and institutions.

The "dependent" posture of the clergy did little to help them solve

the new and increasingly bewildering problems of role-expectation, per-

formance evaluation, and support. It became clear that with regard to

their own profession, recruitment, training, placement, compensation, and

evaluation were all in the control of others. Career planning had been

perceived as a violation of clerical piety and a replacement of God's

will with their own.

Another very serious problem of most clergy was their isolation from

one another. Many lay people are surprised to discover that not all clergy

relate to each other in a spirit of brotherhood and love, but that there

are barriers of competition existing. Where we should be supportive of

one-another, we are often threatening; where we should rejoice in the

accomplishments of another, we often fasten on his weaknesses instead.
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It has also long been apparent to most clergy that, if there is to be

any renewal of clergy life, the renewal must begin with the men them-

selves—from the inside out . . . not the other way 'round.

So groups of ministers have been meeting for several years—groups

similar to ours in North Carolina—and they have been struggling with

these problems and concerns, and seeing what they could do about them

through joint effort in organizing themselves into professional clergy

associations. We are perhaps the last profession to do this. Most associa-

tions are organized around three areas of concern:

*Occupational concerns (salaries, pensions, goals, expectations, de-

ployment career development, and evaluation)

^Professional Excellence (a better ministry for the church . . . better

selected, better motivated, better prepared, better deployed, better

understood, better evaluated, and better respected)

*Personal Renewal (hunger for the sense of brotherhood, thirst for

a deeper and surer faith, new channels for the Holy Spirit, less

confusion of our spirits).

I do not have time now to answer any questions, but any of the

officers or members of the Administrative Committee will be most happy

to do so, and to talk to anyone about the association.

CALENDAR YEAR 1972

The Standing Committee of the Diocese of North Carolina held

eleven (11) meetings during the calendar year 1972 and took the fol-

lowing actions:

"Resolved, that the differences between the Vestry and Rector of

Christ Church, Charlotte, North Carolina, appearing to be irrecon-

cilable, the Standing Committee hereby advises the Bishop that the

pastoral relationship between the parties be dissolved and terminated

and consents thereto."

March 8, 1972, at Raleigh:

Acted as Council of Advice to the Suffragan Bishop at his request.

Consented and advised the Bishop to give his written consent for

the Trustees of the Diocese to sell for $25,000.00 the rectory property

held for St. Anne's Church, Winston-Salem, the proceeds to be used as

follows

:

1—Payment in full of the mortgage loan of approximately $12,700.00

still outstanding.

2—The balance to be used by St. Anne's Mission subject to the

approval of the Suffragan Bishop of the Diocese.

Recommended Messrs. Richard Thorp Draper, David Hugh Upton,

and Blair Jenkins III, Postulants, to the Bishop for admission as Candi-

dates for Holy Orders.

Consented to two episcopal elections: 1—The Right Reverend

Edward G. Longid, Suffragan Bishop of the Philippines, to be the Bishop

of the Missionary Diocese of the Northern Philippines, and 2—The Right

Reverend Constancio B. Manguramos, Suffragan Bishop of the Philip-

pines, to be Bishop of the Missionary Diocese of the Southern Philippines.

April 12, 1972, at Raleigh:

Consented and advised the Bishop to give his written consent to the

sale by the Trustees of the Diocese for $5,000.00 cash, less 6% real estate

commission, of the rectory property of St. Philip's Mission, Salisbury, now
closed, proceeds to be handled as provided in section 3 of Diocesan

Canon XXIV.

Requested the Committee on Constitution and Canons to prepare

and submit to the 1973 Annual Diocesan Convention a Canon under

which a Suffragan Bishop may become temporarily the Ecclesiastical

Authority of the Diocese in accordance with Article II, Section 5 of

the Constitution of the General Convention.

The Committee, after hearing a report of its President on the annual

Survey of the Parishes and Missions which he and the Secretary had

been directed to make in discharging the Committee's obligations under

Canon XXIV, advised the Bishop to proceed, under this Canon, to take

final action in regard to two (2) Parishes and three (3) Organized

Missions as of December 31, 1972, unless the several Canonical defi-

ciencies now existing be removed by that date.

The President was authorized and instructed to send warning letters,

as required by the same Canon, to eight (8) Parishes and thirteen (13)

Organized Missions concerning Canonical deficiencies for the calendar

years 1970 and 1971.

Consented to the Ordination and Consecration of the Reverend

William Jackson Cox to be Suffragan Bishop of the Diocese of Maryland.

Consented to the election of the Right Reverend Philip Alan Smith,

Suffragan Bishop of the Diocese of Virginia, to be Bishop Coadjutor of

the Diocese of New Hampshire.
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Consented to the election of a Bishop Coadjutor by the Diocese

of Erie.

December 13, 1972, at Raleigh:

The clerical members of the Committee, after further consideration,

consented and advised the Bishop to accept the Renunciation of the

Ministry of this Church made to him in writing by David Vance Guthrie,

Jr., Presbyter, in accordance with the provisions of Title IV, Canon 8,

Section 1 of the Canons of the General Convention.

The Committee advised the Bishop to deny the request of Mr. Mar-

shall McCormick Milton that the Sentence of Deposition of November

7, 1961, be remitted and terminated in order that he may be eligible to

receive benefits of the Church Pension Fund.

The Committee approved the request of the Department of Finance

of the Diocesan Council that the audit requirement for 1969 in the case

of St. Mary's Church, Speed, be waived and that the said church be

considered as now in compliance with the Canons in this matter.

The Committee authorized and instructed its President to send

warning letters, as provided in Canon XXIV, before the end of the year

to twenty-six (26) Parishes and twenty-five (25) Organized Missions

which have not yet complied with the Canon on audit (those for 1971

being due July 1, 1972).

Consented and advised the Bishop to give his written consent for the

Vestry of Holy Trinity Church, Greensboro, to sell that Parish's rectory-

property for not less than $55,000.00 cash, less standard real estate sales

commission.

Consented to the Ordination and Consecration of the Reverend

Anselmo Carral-Solar to be the Bishop of the Missionary Diocese of

Guatemala.

Consented to the election of a Bishop Coadjutor by the Diocese of

Pennsylvania.

Submitted the name of the Bishop of North Carolina to the Com-
mittee on Nominations for the Office of Presiding Bishop of the Episcopal

Church.

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REPORT OF THE DIOCESAN COUNCIL
In accordance with Section 8 of Canon XVI, the Diocesan Council

submits this report to the 157th Annual Convention of the Diocese of

North Carolina.

The Diocesan Council held four regular meetings between the

Diocesan Convention of 1972 and the Diocesan Convention of 1973.

May 16, 1972

In financial matters, the Council elected four persons to the Depart-

ment of Finance, designating three of these to serve as a Sub-Committee

on Budget. The Council also received the annual report of the Invest-

ment Committee.

Elected as delegates to the Synod on nomination of the Bishop were:

The Bishop, the Bishop Suffragan, The Reverend Messrs. John R.

Campbell and Alwin Reiners, Jr.

Guidelines governing the Special Grant Program of the Council were

approved and a report by Mr. Philip Masquelette of the Executive

Council was heard.

September 20, 1972

A revised salary scale to become effective January 1, 1973, was

adopted, including a new minimum of $7,500 for chaplains and mission

priests.

A 1973 Episcopal Maintenance Budget in the amount of $198,745

and a 1973 Church's Program Budget in the amount of $577,363 were

adopted.

After hearing a report of the Parish Grant Committee, the Council

designated July 1, 1972, as the beginning of the first year of operation

of this committee and further agreed that, after a review of the Con-

vention action establishing the program, grants made from funds allo-

cated by the Convention would have to be approved by the Council

before the funds were disbursed, but that grants from funds designated

by the Council would not require such approval. The Council then

approved one grant in the amount of $3,000 which was pending, to be

made from Convention allocated funds.



Convention Reports 143

November 21, 1972

Being advised of an increase in the assessment for the General

Convention and the Presiding Bishop's office, which was received after

the 1973 Episcopal Maintenance budget was adopted, the Council ap-

proved payment in 1973 of the amount of the increase from the Con-

tingent Fund rather than altering the previously adopted budget for a

relatively small amount.

The Council approved a proposal from the Episcopal Laymen for

a survey of the Diocese to determine the issues most concerning families

in the church, and provided funding from the 1972 budget for this survey.

January 11, 1973

The Council elected Mr. Henry D. Haywood of Raleigh to serve as

Trustee of the Diocese until the next Convention, filling the term of

Mr. R. Lee Covington, deceased. Mr. Ben S. Willis, Sr. was re-elected to

a three-year term on the Investment Committee, Mr. Edgar P. Roberts to

fill an unexpired term of the late R. Lee Covington, and Mr. Godfrey

Cheshire, Jr. to fill an unexpired one-year term due to the resignation

of Mr. J. Ben Bostick. The Reverend Sidney S. Holt was re-elected as

Treasurer, Business Manager and Registrar of the Diocese.

A revised 1973 Church's Program Budget in the amount of $517,033,

conforming to quota acceptances received and estimated was adopted

for presentation to the Convention.

A resolution concerning the establishment of the Division of Lay

Ministries was passed, as well as a resolution in memory of the late

Henry C. Bourne, Chancellor of the Diocese.

REPORT OF THE PROGRAM TASK FORCE

The Diocesan PROGRAM TASK FORCE was created in the fall

of 1969 by the Diocesan Council and charged at that time with the

responsibility of developing and administering the program of the Diocese.

This group is presently completing its third year.
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There are nine Divisions comprising the Task Force. Each member
serves as chairman of one of the divisions with a number of persons

working for him. The Division meets monthly at All Saints' Church in

Sedgefield to review and coordinate plans being made in the Divisions

and to develop new program ideas responding to needs that appear in

the Diocese.

The goal of the Task Force has been to spread the responsibility

for program among a greater variety of talented and creative persons,

and it has announced to the Diocese through the clergy on several

occasions that anyone who would like may become a part of any division

whose activities interest him.

Members of the Task Force are: the Reverend Keith J. Reeve,

chairman of Services to Congregations, Robert S. Runkle, chairman of

Racial and Urban Affairs, the Reverend Alwin Reiners, Jr., chairman of

Education and Training, Ben F. Park, chairman of Information, the

Reverend C. King Cole, chairman of Youth, the Rev. Robert L. Lade-

hoff, chairman of Liturgy and Worship, and the Reverend Jacob A.

Viverette, Jr., chairman of Higher Education.

The Reverend Peter J. Lee is chairman of Professional Development

of the Clergy, which will be officially merged with the Commission on

Ministry at the end of 1972. Mr. Lee is also chairman of this Com-
mission, and he will continue as a member of the Task Force.

The Reverend J. E. C. Harris has served as chairman of the Division

of Ecumenical Affairs. He resigned during the course of the year and

has not yet been replaced.

The Reverend William Hethcock is Director of Program and is

designated as coordinator of the Task Force. William H. Brock is Direc-

tor of Racial and Urban Affairs and assists this Division.

The activity of the DIVISION OF HIGHER EDUCATION dur-

ing 1972 has been focused primarily on the area of college work involving

other denominations. We have investigated and decided to support the

position of a black chaplain at UNC-Chapel Hill, a project which will

be jointly funded by other or several denominations. We have investigated

and elected to increase our support of the ministry at North Carolina

A & T in Greensboro. The disparity between our support of ministries
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at predominantly white colleges and our support of similar ministries

at predominantly black colleges requires our corrective action. Ways and

means—solutions—in these areas are not easily come by, partly because of

finances and partly because our efforts have been cooperative ventures

with other denominations (over whom we do not exercise control). The

process is an on-going one, and we are engaged, along with Bishop Moore,

in a continuing dialogue with representatives from other denominations,

hoping to obtain greater freedom and better working conditions for such

chaplains.

We are in touch with the Church's activity on college campuses

outside the Diocese through attendance at regional and national meet-

ings of associations of campus ministers. One of our concerns, and one

on which we do not yet have a handle, is that of ministry to or at

community colleges. Efforts are being made to approach the situation

realistically, hopefully with some beneficial learnings for all. JAV

The DIVISION OF YOUTH is involved in several areas, but per-

haps the most exciting has been the work with the Youth Commission.

This past year was one of new direction for the Commission. The decision

was made that a more helpful format for bringing youth together than

one large convention was to have three regional conventions. The

thought was that with smaller numbers of youth more meaningful and

helpful programming could happen. Three conventions in Charlotte,

Durham and Winston-Salem were held and with the eighteen com-

missioners serving as staff the feelings are that the purpose and goals

were achieved. The Task Force used this opportunity to meet with

advisors who were present at the conventions for training and gathering

data concerning the needs of advisors in the Diocese.

The Task Force feels that with the Youth Commission beginning

to move into the Diocese with some new directions it may begin to pick

some other areas for its work. We feel that a supportive effort in assisting

advisors is the most critical area and a conference was planned for

November.

One of the highlights of the year was the Acolytes' Festival held at

Duke University with about 1,000 in attendance. The day included a

Folk Mass in the Duke Chapel, lunch and the football game between

Maryland and Duke.
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Plans for this spring include Advisors Conference, Youth Rallies,

Weekends for Youth from churches who do not have these opportunities,

a Summer Conference for Junior and Senior Highs, and an Advisor-

Youth Planning Weekend in September. CKC

The DIVISION OF WORSHIP AND LITURGY assists clergy-

men and congregations in their worshipping life. This year, the Division

has responded to many requests for help in introducing and evaluating

the proposed Services for Trial Use. Members of the Division have

visited at least twenty congregations, to help introduce the services. We
have also prepared and published suggestions for clergymen and parish

liturgical committees. In addition, we publish a newsletter periodically,

to enable the clergymen who are interested in liturgical study to keep

in touch with one another.

At least three-quarters of the congregations of the diocese are using

or have used some of the proposed services. Now those congregations are

evaluating them. This Division has collected and summarized all reports

received on the trial services, and reported the diocesan response to the

Standing Liturgical Commission, for their use in preparing proposals for

the 1973 General Convention. As other reports from congregations

are received, they will be summarized and forwarded to the Standing

Liturgical Commission. We also plan to prepare a report of diocesan

response to these services for our deputies to the 1973 General Con-

vention.

The Division also offers assistance for church musicians. In Novem-

ber, we sponsored a diocesan conference: New Trends in Church Music.

It was conducted by Miss Marilyn Keiser, Musical Consultant to the

Diocese of Western North Carolina. She introduced the recently-pub-

lished supplement to the 1940 Hymnal, and musical settings to the trial

services. The Division also continues to sponsor an annual children's

music conference at Kanuga.

The Bishop has given this Division responsibility for diocesan

services of worship. We have planned the Diocesan Ordination Service,

the worship of the Diocesan Convention and of the Clergy Conference,

and the services for the Youth Convention. We have also helped a

number of congregations prepare special parish liturgical events: com-

missioning of a Calling Committee, Ordinations, dedications of new

buildings, installation of Rectors, etc.
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Members of the Division on Worship and Liturgy are ready to help

congregations, parish liturgical committees, and clergymen in any way

we can. RLL

The DIVISION OF ECUMENICAL AFFAIRS existed prior to the

development of the Program Task Force as the Ecumenical Commission.

In those days this group was concerned for furthering a study in this

Diocese of the Consultation on Church Union, an association of nine

denominations in the United States seeking to join as one united Church.

More recently the Division has set aside the promotion of these studies

as being of less interest to this Diocese.

The Division has represented the Diocese at the annual assembly

of the North Carolina Council of Churches, and it has sent its members

to meetings of the Council's Commission on Christian Unity. It has also

represented the Diocese at the National Workshop on Christian Unity

in March.

Under the sponsorship of this Division there have been informal

meetings for discussion only between Episcopal and Roman Catholic

clergy at the Terraces. These have been profitable to those who have

attended and their continuation has been requested. WH

The DIVISION OF THE PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT
OF THE CLERGY has been active in planning the annual clergy con-

ference of the diocese, encouraging clergy to participate in clergy support

groups, stimulating systems of clergy support like the idea of a clergy

association whereby all the clergy of the diocese would be encouraged to

increase their mutual support of one another and in sharing with other

diocesan groups in areas affecting the renewal of the clergy. The Rev.

William C. Spong, initial chairman of the division, provided a strong and

sound foundation for its work before he left the diocese in June to join

the faculty of the Seminary of the Southwest in Austin, Texas. His

successor is the Rev. Peter James Lee. Both the Division and the Com-
mission on Ministry recommended to the Bishop that the functions of

the two groups be merged since both work in similar areas. Mr. Lee was

also appointed chairman of the Commission on Ministry in June, and the

two groups have been meeting together since then. The Division will

cease to exist as an independent body after the Diocesan Convention

meets in Charlotte in February, 1973, but the functions of the division
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-will be continued by the Commission on Ministry and the Commission
will maintain a liaison member on the Program Task Force. PJL

DIVISION OF RACIAL AND URBAN AFFAIRS. The Seventies

are a period in which anxieties and frustrations of many American citi-

zens, especially minority groups, continue to be suppressed. National and
local decision makers lend a deaf ear to the cries of those people who
have been down-trodden socially, economically, educationally, racially,

and politically through the years. Unless drastic changes are made by

our politicians, both on the local and national levels, America will be

faced with a major unprecedented social crisis.

Episcopalians, laypersons and clergy alike have a tremendous task

to deal with the anxieties of our fellow man—a job that is not easy.

We must learn that, in order to change the handwriting on the wall, we
must put forth a concerted effort throughout the Episcopal Diocese of

North Carolina. The new Director for Racial and Urban Affairs, has

provided the leadership and the impetus to start this change by broaden-

ing our efforts to include involvement of all people throughout the

Episcopal Diocese of North Carolina. The Division has taken on the task

of establishing vehicles by which social strategies for change can be

developed, problems can be delineated and through which available

resources can be applied to the eradication of these problems. This

process has begun through the establishment of Advisory Groups through-

out the Episcopal Diocese of North Carolina.

The first organizational phase of the Advisory Groups was held

November 13, 1972 at the Diocesan Headquarters. Concerned individuals

met at the Diocesan House to give their input, efforts and support in

establishing these groups. Attendance at this organizational conference

included Episcopal lay and clergy and Non-Episcopalians as well, who

were interested in positive action for modification of the system in order

that everyone can enjoy the amenities America has to offer.

The Division of Racial and Urban Affairs can see that these groups

can have a tremendous impact in our communities in bringing about a

better life style for all citizens regardless to race, creed or color.

These individuals or groups will learn to match tactics with goals

and strategy in any given situation. Effective individuals or groups will

learn to develop a variety of tactics for different problems. More than
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one tactic is obviously required to bring about a modification of our

system in a way that will enable all of its citizens the opportunities for

a fruitful and productive life. The Division is continuing to maintain

contact with various interest groups throughout the Episcopal Diocese

of North Carolina who are working to bring about a reformation of

many of our social agencies. Reforms are needed in many areas includ-

ing housing, the penal and judiciary system, education, health programs,

and many other areas of concern that affect our lives throughout the

Episcopal Diocese.

The programs sponsored by the Division of Racial and Urban

Affairs during the fiscal year of 1972 have met with success. For example,

the Human Enterprises Institute has developed, as scheduled, a proposal

for the Episcopal Diocese of North Carolina to formulate Institute for

Community Involvement in the Public Schools. The proposal has had a

trial run in Alamance County. A tremendous number of contacts have

been established in the implementation of the project. Federal funding

is necessary to permit expansion—at this point we are very encouraged

about funding prospects.

Black Youth for Progressive Education which was also funded

during 1972 by the Division of Racial and Urban Affairs is demon-

strating some remarkable achievements in the Durham Community. They

have had a series of open discussions with parents, students, teachers

and with key personalities in the Durham Community. Attendance at

these open discussions averaged 25 to 30 people. A contributing factor

to the success for Black Youth for Progressive Education has been that

they have established excellent working relationships with other organi-

zations in the community. Black Youth for Progressive Education is

presently in the process of acquiring materials and voluntary assistance

to conduct a community based counseling program. In addition, a five

week intensive reading program will be set up in the very near future.

This reading program is designed to increase the reading skills and

expose a group of 9 to 13 year old children, to a variety of new black

oriented educational materials.

The Division of Racial and Urban Affairs feels that the 1972 pro-

gram, has made a start towards dealing with pressures for change within

the Diocese. The start that has been made for the establishment of
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regional Advisory Groups is encouraging. We anticipate an expanded,

productive program in the coming year. WHB

The DIVISION OF INFORMATION serves as the Diocesan in-

formation arm . . . communicating with the Diocese's two principal

audiences . . . the Diocesan Family and the general public. The Church-

man is utilized in communicating with the Diocesan Family. The news

media (newspapers, wire services, radio and television) are utilized in

communicating with the general public. In addition the Division serves

in a communications consulting capacity to the Bishops, Diocesan Staff

and to the other divisions of the Program Task Force. The Division of

Information is also responsible for Every Member Canvass training. BFP

The DIVISION OF EDUCATION AND TRAINING was respon-

sible for a program at last year's Diocesan Convention at Christ Church

in Raleigh. At a moment when educational emphases in congregations

seemed to be lessening, we developed a sight and sound presentation to

help the delegates become aware of the possibility for new parochial

strength through learning. The audio visual program has been used in

congregations of the diocese since then.

Our Division accepted invitations to lead training weekends this

fall for the student government officers at Salem College and the

Diocesan Youth Commission and their adult advisers. We have led a

weekend in Basic Human Relations for laypersons in the Diocese, and

Advanced Human Relations Conference for clergy and laypersons, a

Marriage Enrichment Weekend for couples, Saturday workshops for

church school superintendents and teachers and a weekend for women
only concentrating on the new role and identity of women today.

We have become aware that there is a lack of educational leader-

ship or consultation given to smaller congregations in the Diocese. During

December pur Division met with communicants of a typical congregation

attempting to learn whether the Diocese can help to strengthen educa-

tional programs there and in similar congregations. Future efforts will be

designed from the information learned at this meeting. WHH

The DIVISION OF SERVICES TO CONGREGATIONS has a

membership of six persons who have been trained in Organizational

Development and three more persons presently engaged in OD training.

They have offered their services to congregations, vestries, individuals,
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and diocesan agencies from whom they have received requests.

The Division has conducted seven consultations with congregations

seeking a new clergyman, six vestry weekends, two consultations for

parish evaluation and planning, two continuing consultations for parish

development, nine personal consultations, and six consultations with

Diocesan agencies.

This group meets monthly in Burlington. To continue their own
growth and increase their skill, they meet three times each year with a

professional Organization Development Consultant to go over some of

their own work for his critique and suggestions.

REPORT OF COMMISSION ON MINISTRY
CALENDAR YEAR 1972

The Commission on Ministry continued to expand and to change

its role in 1972 in response to the needs of the church, expressed through

new tasks assigned to the Commission. The Rev. L. Bartine Sherman

resigned as chairman of the Commission but remained a member and

became chairman of the Commission's Subcommittee on Examinations.

The Rev. Will Spong resigned to take a post at the Seminary of the

Southwest in Austin, Texas. The Rev. Peter James Lee, appointed to the

Commission to replace Mr. Spong, was named chairman of the Com-
mission.

After study by both the Commission and by the Program Task

Force's Division of the Professional Development of the Clergy, both

groups recommended that they be merged. The Bishop named Mr. Lee

chairman of both groups and directed that they meet jointly until the

1973 Diocesan Convention when new appointments will be made to the

Commission and the Division will cease to exist.

The Commission, through its Subcommittee on Examinations,

chaired by Mr. Sherman, retains its role of supervising and examining

persons studying for Holy Orders. In 1972, the Subcommittee admin-

istered a final oral examination to John Nelson Wall, Jr., and recom-
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mended him to the Bishop for Ordination to the Diaconate. It ad-

ministered preliminary and first oral examinations, as appropriate, to

five other persons who are at various stages in their courses of study for

Holy Orders. Four of these, David H. Upton, Richard Draper, Blair

Jenkins, and Clayton Matthews are at the Virginia Theological Seminary,

and the fifth, David Wright, is studying for ordination under the direc-

tion of the Subcommittee.

The Commission began in 1972 an extensive program for continuing

education for clergy, in cooperation with the national church's Board

for Theological Education. The Bishop made available to the clergy of

the diocese grants for continuing education to be administered by the

Commission. Three applications for diocesan grants were approved by

the Commission in 1972 and forwarded with its endorsement to the

Board of Theological Education.

The Commission is exploring programs for the training of deacons,

under the Bishop's supervision. It is responsible for the annual clergy

conference. The Commission is studying different forms for the renewal

of the clergy, enlistment and more careful screening before ordination,

continuing education, deployment and job development programs, and

mutual support systems among clergy. It is working to increase its ties

with the various national agencies of the church so that diocesan pro-

grams benefit from the national programs intended to improve the

quality of the church's ministry.

REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE ON THE
CHURCH PENSION FUND

During the year 1972 the Church Pension Fund became involved

in two projects for the benefit of the church and its clergy. One of these

was a new rehabilitation program to find methods by which disabled

clergymen could be restored to more active and serviceable ministries.

The other was to help finance a salary study project to create guidelines

for measuring parish workloads and goals. Both of these should ultimately

be of great help to the church and its ministry.

The Church Life Insurance Company and the Church Insurance

Company, both affiliates of the Pension Fund, experienced excellent years

financially, from which the Pension Fund benefits.

As of December 1, 1972, the Church Pension Fund reported grants

in force for the Diocese of North Carolina as follows: Clergymen (11)—
$37,200.00; Widows (21)—$41,817.60; Children (3)—$2,083.20; Total

—$81,220.80.

For the church as a whole the benefits were as follows: Retired

clergymen (1,411)—$4,952,772; Disabled Clergymen (249)—$829,176;
Widows (1,687) — $3,289,932; Children (391) $251,952; Total —
$9,323,832.

The Church Pension Fund Committee wishes to remind all those

responsible for the payment of Pension Fund assessments that in addition

to being required by Canon, the regular payment of assessments is a

matter of grave importance in protecting the retirement benefits of

clergymen, and it is essential that assessments be paid promptly by all

parishes and missions.

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REPORT OF THE EPISCOPAL LAYMEN

The Episcopal Laymen have had an interesting and active year.

One of the highlights was the Annual Meeting held at St. Andrews

Church in Greensboro, North Carolina, on Sunday, March 5, 1972. The
Laymen of St. Andrews under the leadership of Bryan Marshburn did

an excellent job in hosting the meeting. Bishop Moore opened the meet-

ing with a service of Holy Communion and then presented a sermon

message which added depth to the theme of the Annual Meeting.

After this service and a short business meeting, a panel discussion

was presented on the question, "Where is the family today?" The panel

consisted of: Reverend C. King Cole, Moderator, St. Paul's, Winston-

Salem; Mr. Henry S. Craumer, St. Michael's, Raleigh; Reverend Lex

S. Matthews, Episcopal Chaplain at the University of North Carolina,

Chapel Hill ; The Honorable A. Lincoln Sherk, St. Paul's, Winston-Salem.

The panel who had given unselfishly of their time and energy in

preparation for the meeting led an effective discussion of problems that

face laymen in their family lives today. The frank discussion that de-

veloped stimulated many questions and participation from the audience

and several hands were raised when the program had to be ended because

of time. This type of response has encouraged the Association to plan

additional programs of lay involvement in future meetings.

The main activity of the Episcopal Laymen for this year has been

the planning and preparation of an Opinion Survey of the Diocese to

determine how members feel about the Church and its program. The

Board of Directors of the Episcopal Laymen recommended to the Dioc-

esan Council that the first phase of the survey include opinion sampling

by University Research Associates of Chapel Hill. A series of in-depth

interviews would be conducted with 60 to 70 families throughout the

Diocese by trained and experienced interviewers. The purpose of these

interviews would be to determine the issues and questions that concern

members of our Church.

The Diocesan Council approved the proposal and requested that the

Laymen conduct the first phase of the survey in conjunction with the

Program Task Force. It is hoped that this Opinion Survey will develop

reliable information that will assist the leadership of the Diocese in

planning ways to fill the needs of our Church.
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The proceeds for the Laymen's Thank Offering for the year have

been disbursed as follows:

REPORT FOR THE EPISCOPAL CHURCHWOMEN

It is with a full heart and a gay spirit that I make this third annual

report to the Diocese of North Carolina for the Episcopal Churchwomen.

I have met with many Branch groups during my years as president.

Episcopal Churchwomen are interesting, fun and beautiful. All meetings

have been different in one sense but alike in the underlying feeling that

we all desire to serve our Lord and His Church. Episcopal Churchwomen

have problems that all concerned church people recognize, knowing that

we do not have perfect answers. It is the desire that every Churchwoman

be provided with additional opportunities for worship, study, fellowship

and service and to be informed of the total program of the whole church.

In Branches where a large majority of the women hold outside jobs,

the structure of the organization is changing. The fear of losing the good

with the obsolete makes change slow to come. Subjects of study are

geared to new interests. In transient congregations the Churchwomen
are great in their sensitivity and determination to serve the needs of their

members and also to serve people in other parts of the diocese and world

through their participation in the Diocesan structure of the Church-
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women. They have solved their own problems and made the Diocesan

structure stronger for it.

In the Branches that are structured along the same lines as the

diocesan structure and who meet and work as they have for many years

there is the determination, and conviction that the Churchwomen in

these parishes can and will serve our Lord best in this manner. With

the variety of interests of women today there is the problem of including

meaningful worship and study programs as well as opportunities for

service that are spiritually stimulating for every woman in the parish.

Attendance at meetings is low in some Branches. Corporate worship and

study interest and inspire some women. Bazaars, food fairs, gift shops

and different kinds of money raising projects seem to excite and interest

many women. They are working with their special talents, giving their

time and enjoying the challenge and fellowship of activity that will make

money that in turn will be put to work serving God. These women serve

together with all members of this parish. They witness to a belief in

the mission of the Church.

The 90th Annual Meeting of the Churchwomen was held at St.

Paul's Church in Winston-Salem with 228 delegates and guests present.

The Rev. T. H. Partrick was the keynote speaker. He informed the

meeting of the present needs in the foreign mission field and praised the

Churchwomen for their history of response to these needs. There were

ten Quiet Days held during 1972 throughout the diocese with approxi-

mately 354 women in attendance. A Worship Retreat was held at the

Terraces in February with 29 women participating. The four Spring

Workshops in March showed significant increase in attendance. The

Workshops proved stimulating with Branch officers anxious to learn and

to know sources upon which they could draw for help during their

tenure of office. The Churchwomen's Conference at Kanuga in June also

showed an increase in attendance with forty-four women present. This

conference proved as usual to be a happy combination of interested

women and outstanding speakers.

Through special gifts and the diocesan budget, the Churchwomen

have given approximately $56,000.00 to mission work of the Church

outside of the local parish. This does not include the United Thank

Offering. There is no way for me to know how much money is given

for program in the local parish. Nearly $3,000.00 more was given in

1972 than in 1971. Diocesan institutions were supported with gifts of

money. Churchwomen of Branches near these institutions also have given

their service with love and concern. We extend our sincere admiration

and thanks for the fine work and dedication of the administrators of our

institutions. Mission work in Haiti, Hong Kong and Nepal was of special

interest this year. Work of the Drug Action Committee of Chapel Hill

and St. Christopher's Mission to the Navajo. Bluff, Utah, received

generous support. One of the most imaginative projects of the Church-

women was done by St. Stephen's, Durham when they sponsored their

choir director and his wife as teachers at the School of Music with Sister

Anne Marie in Haiti.

The 1972 United Thank Offering was the highest total North

Carolina has ever had—$30,136.86. The Ingathering has increased over

$6,000.00 in the past two years. The New Bern Ave. Day Care Center

in Raleigh received a U.T.O. grant for $10,000.00 this past year. This

Day Care Center is an interdenominational project for children of low

income families in East Raleigh. It was opened in the fall of 1968 with

the Churchwomen of Christ Church, Raleigh taking a major role in

the leadership and financial support making this Day Care Center pos-

sible. These Churchwomen sponsored the application which resulted in

the U.T.O. grant.

Two Branches disbanded this year-—St. Luke's, Durham and St.

Matthew's, Hillsborough. Three Branches have reorganized—The Church

of the Holy Family, Chapel Hill; St. Timothy's, Winston-Salem; and St.

Alban's, Davidson.

Our Bishops, our Director of Program and our great clergy of the

Diocese have been generous with their time and knowledge, helping the

Churchwomen in their work and worship. They have led Quiet Days

and study groups and helped with our conference and Annual Meeting

willingly. They have supported us with their good humor and wisdom

in all areas of our work. We are grateful to them as we work together

in our desire to serve the whole program of the whole Church.

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REPORT ON THE PARISH GRANT PROGRAM

The Parish Grant Program Committee was set up in accordance

with instructions outlined by the Diocesan Council on January 7, 1972

and subsequently six persons were appointed by Bishop Fraser on Feb-

ruary 21, 1972. This Committee was originated to administer the

$24,809.50 made available to the Diocesan Council by the Trustees.

The Trustees at the same time made available to the convention a

sum out of which the amount of $41,484.96 was voted by the Convention

to be administered by this Committee. The Committee was directed to

follow the same purpose, guidelines and administrative procedures as

outlined by the Diocesan Council "save that this Committee receive final

approval of the Diocesan Council of any and all grants from the aforesaid

approximately $36,000." (P. 147 Convention Reports 1972) (In fact,

$41,484.96)

Guidelines and application information were sent to all clergy and

senior wardens of vacant cures. Guidelines were published in the North

Carolina Churchman, June, 1972. Vestries and Mission Committees

apply directly to this Committee which meets quarterly since becoming

operational in June, 1972, in Burlington Church of the Holy Comforter

on the second Thursday in the last month of the quarter. The Convention

meets to review grant applications for programs in which local congrega-

tions take the initiative to develop community outreach programs that

are innovative and capable of sustaining themselves once started. Other

guidelines include the assurance that local vestries will keep an eye on

funded programs, that regular evaluative reports will be submitted and

that there should be concrete evidence of community involvement, sub-

stantiated by matching funds. Above all, the Committee wishes to empha-

size the actual participation of the local parishes or missions rather than

let themselves be an instrument for obtaining funds.

Grants to date include:

I Diocesan Council Funds

$3,000.00 to St. Stephen's, Durham to aid with a program for

pre-school hearing-handicapped children.

$3,000.00 to Trinity Church, Statesville for helping Ruthie's

Day Care Center.
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$3,000.00 to Chapel of the Cross, Chapel Hill for their program

to help runaway young people.

$1,500.00 to St. Andrew's, Greensboro to help establish a park

playground in a predominantly black neighborhood.

$3,000.00 to Church of the Epiphany, Rocky Mount to help

with a summer tutorial program.

II Diocesan Convention Funds

$3,000.00 to St. Mark's, Raleigh to help with an action ap-

proach to the drug abuse problem.

A total of nineteen applications have been considered. Six have

been approved, and one is pending approval by the Diocesan Council.

This Committee has asked the Diocesan Council for a resolution

to be submitted to the Convention providing for one method of handling

the accountability of the funds.

REPORT OF THE MURDOCH
MEMORIAL SOCIETY

The Murdoch Memorial Society is established by Canon XVII of

the Canons of the Diocese of North Carolina to administer a trust set

up by the late Margaret Murdoch in memory of her brother, the Rev.

Francis J. Murdoch. The income from the trust is used to assist semi-

narians of this Diocese in financing their theological education. This

assistance is in the form of a loan, usually cancelled upon ordination.

The principle of the Murdoch Trust is in 1,686 shares of the

Diocesan Control Fund, with a market value of $30,259.29. The interest
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balance during the year was $1,232.40. Five loans were made in 1972,

totaling $2,400,000. Balance, December 1, $292.30.

The primary objective of the Foundation is to aid parishes and

missions in the erection of church buildings and the acquisition of church

properties through low-interest installment loans. Under the loan policy

as revised by the Directors in November, 1972, the maximum of loans

to any one congregation is limited to $60,000.00, and the interest rate

is set at 3/2% for missions and 4% for parishes. Loans are repaid in

equal quarterly installments plus interest over a period not to exceed

ten years.

Refinancing of existing loans and loans for repairs, renovations or

furnishings are not among the objectives of the Foundation.

Under extraordinary conditions the Foundation has the authority to

make direct grants in lieu of or in conjunction with loans, and for the

same purposes.

Procedures for obtaining loans and application forms can be ob-

tained from the Business Office of the Diocese.

REPORT OF THE EPISCOPAL
CHILD CARE SERVICES

The main thrust of the Episcopal Child Care Services during 1972

has been the restructure of its organization. The needs of children and

families have grown dramatically over the past ten years. Our own
growth has been no less dramatic as we have struggled to keep pace

with the changing times. Ten years ago we were caring for fifty children

on a single campus. Today in addition to the Charlotte campus, we have

three group homes and seven foster homes over the state. These homes
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will provide care this year for more than one hundred children who
must be separated from their families.

As we work with children, our first goal is to do everything possible

to prevent complete breakdown of families. To this end we spend fifty

per cent of our casework time. The greatest service we ever give is when
we can prevent children from coming into care.

Our second goal once children have come into care is to work for

the restablishing of the family and for the return home of children.

Our third goal is to help the children who remain in our care to

achieve in their lives the greatest possible freedom and dignity as

creatures of God.

The Board of Managers and its Executive Committee have com-

mitted the Episcopal Child Care Services to a program of care relative

to the needs of today's children. We have an organization now which

gives real hope to this challenge. We have one of the finest child care

teams ever assembled. It is this team which will make our goals a reality

for families and children.

John Powell is the new Director of the Thompson Children's Home
(Charlotte campus). John comes to us from Hillside Cottages in Atlanta,

Georgia, a children's home serving acting-out teenagers. For six years

Mr. Powell was Director of Hillside.

Wade Bunting is the new Director of the three group homes, one

located in each of the Dioceses. Wade joined our staff in January of this

year. Prior to this he was Director of Guilford County's Juvenile Deten-

tion Home in Greensboro, North Carolina.

Mrs. Mary Wunder, as Director of the Division of Planning with

Families and Children, is responsible for our foster home program, the

admission of all new children, and for services to families and children

in their own homes. Mary, as you know, has helped to bring good social

work concepts to our program, as she has been one of our main stays

for nearly ten years.

One of our highest priorities for the coming year is to involve our

Clergy and key Laymen in our program in a more personal and direct

way. It is important that they have an intimate knowledge of our work
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in order to better utilize our services for their local churches and com-

munities.

We would propose to invite Clergy and Laymen to come and spend

a full day and night on our campus, involving themselves in processes

such as team meetings, staff conferences, and direct program activities

with children. We would like for them for the moment to become a

part of our team.

We are excited about this because we have come to the conclusion

that in order for us to reach our full potential our team must be expand-

ing from this agency to a team of the community as a whole.

The program of the Episcopal Child Care Services is somewhat

unique. The programs of many children's homes seem to lack stability

in that they continue to swing from one facet of child-care philosophy

to another. We believe we have attained a higher degree of stability

and are administering a well-balanced program. We combine the ministry

of the church with practical child care, psychological learning theory,

and specialized education. We are making progress, and the possibilities

of this program are becoming more exciting each day. We look forward

to the opportunity before us to pursue the goals of excellence as we

serve children and families in our Lord's name.

REPORT OF THE TRUSTEES OF THE DIOCESE

January 6, 1972

The Trustees of the Diocese were served with summons in a civil

action instituted in the Superior Court of Wake County entitled "North

Carolina National Bank, Trustee under the will of General William A.

Smith, deceased vs Rt. Rev. Thomas A. Fraser and others, Trustees of

the Diocese of North Carolina." Time for filing the complaint was ex-

tended by the court.
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January 15, 1972

The Trustees of the Diocese received check for $7,000, the balance

principal from the sale of St. Titus' Church property in Durham.

The North Carolina National Bank was directed to reduce the com-

mon trust fund of the Diocese by 355 shares and remit the corpus of

trust (R.P. 27, Diocese Miscellaneous Receipts) to the Treasurer of the

Diocese.

January 17, 1972

The Trustees received the written consent of the Bishop to sell house

and lot located at 306 North 7th Avenue, Mayodan, N. C, for $12,000

and to remit the proceeds to the Church of the Messiah, Mayodan, to

be used in constructing a new rectory.

The Trustees received the written consent of the Bishop to sell ap-

proximately four acres of land on Beatties Ford Road, Mecklenburg

County, for the sum of the $16,000, paying $10,701 of said amount to

the Good Samaritan Fund of the Episcopal Church, Charlotte, in repay-

ment of advances in purchasing the property by St. Michael's and All

Angels, Charlotte, and to pay the balance of the purchase price to St.

Michael's and All Angel's Church, Charlotte, now Christ the King

Center.

January 21, 1972

Receiving the sum of $122.50 interest from MediDent Associates,

Inc., Durham, due on the purchase of St. Titus' Church property, the

deed of trust securing the purchase price was marked paid and satisfied.

January 26, 1972

The Trustees received the sum of $13,986, the purchase price of the

Rectory of St. Michael's Mission, Tarboro. Of this amount $8,000 plus

interest was paid to the North Carolina Episcopal Church Foundation in

repayment of loan to St. Michael's and the balance paid to the Mission

Committee of St. Michael's Mission to be used to reduce the indebted-

ness incurred in the erection of a new parish house, in accordance with

written consent of the Bishop of February 2, 1972.
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January 31, 1972

The Trustees received copy of the complaint in the civil action en-

titled "North Carolina National Bank, Trustee under the will of General

William A. Smith, deceased vs Rt. Rev. Thomas A. Fraser, et al, Trustees

of the Diocese of North Carolina." The purpose of the proceedings is to

amend the trusts established by the will of General Smith to provide for

the distribution of the "adjusted net income" of the trusts or "the mini-

mum investment return" of the trusts to avoid the penalty levied by

Section 4942 of the Internal Revenue Code enacted as a part of the Tax

Reform Act of 1969. That section was designed to prohibit the accumula-

tion of income. The tax liability of each of the said trusts could equal or

exceed 100% of the "undistributed income" thereof. Treasury regulations

provide for and allow time for a civil action to be brought to amend the

trust so that it will comply with requirements necessary to avoid the tax.

February 7, 1972

The Trustees authorized the Business Manager of the Diocese to set

up a Discretionary Fund of $300 from the Rose Moncure Trust to be

used under the direction of the Committee established by All Saints

Church, Hamlet, in the distribution of benefits from said fund, the fund

to be supplemented on vouchers maintained to the satisfaction of the

Business Manager of the Diocese.

March 10, 1972

The Trustees received notice that the North Carolina Highway Com-
mission expected to build a new entry ramp from the Raleigh Beltline

(U. S. By-Pass) into Six Forks Road. This action will take a part of the

Diocesan Headquarters Property and seriously affect means of ingress

and egress to that property. The Business Manager has held numerous

conferences with the officials of the Highway Commission in an effort to

alleviate the damage resulting from the proposed new construction.

March 22, 1972

Acting under the written consent of the Suffragan Bishop, acting as

the ecclesiastical authority, the Trustees executed and delivered deed

conveying lot 31 of Cummings Court, Section 4, as recorded in Plat

Book 18, page 8, office of the Register of Deeds for Forsyth County, held
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by the Trustees as a rectory for St. Ann's Mission, Winston-Salem, to

Kenard Cornelius Rockette and wife for the sum of $25,000. The Trus-

tees were authorized to use the proceeds of the sale in the payment of

approximately $12,700 mortgage loan and the balance of $11,000 for the

use of St. Ann's Mission, subject to the approval of the Suffragan Bishop

of the Diocese.

April 17, 1972

The Trustees authorized the Business Manager to list property on

Memorial Drive given to the Diocese by Mr. and Mrs. Philbrick for the

sum of $9,000, subject to payments of commissions.

April 18, 1972

The Trustees received the written consent of the Bishop for the sale

of house and lot located at 441 Institute Street, Salisbury, held for the

benefit of St. Phillips Mission, Salisbury, for not less than $5,000, subject

to real estate commissions.

April 19, 1972

The Trustees received written consent of the Bishop for the sale of

Lot located on Memorial Drive, Raleigh, a position of the lands conveyed

to the Trustees by Mrs. Augusta L. Philbrick and husband by deed re-

corded in Book 1234, page 329, for not less than $8,000.

The Trustees were served with complaint of American Bank & Trust

Co., Trustee under the will of General William A. Smith, plaintiff inter-

vener, in connection with the interpretation of an amendment of the will

of General Smith. Copy of the complaint was forwarded to Mr. Bourne.

April 20, 1972

The following trusts of the Diocese were liquidated as of March 31,

1972 as directed by the 156th Convention of the Diocese: R. P. 29,

Emanuel, Stoneville; R. P. 503, Calvary, Burlington; R. P. 509, Holy

Trinity, Monroe; R. P. 508, St. Matthews, Edgecombe County; R. P.

505, St. Matthews, Mooresville; R. P. 504, St. Peter's, Salisbury; R. P.

510, St. Peter's, Stoval; R. P. 45, St. Mary's, Rowan County; R. P. 48,

St. Peter's, Salisbury; R. P. 51, St. Timothy's, New Salem; R. P. 51,
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Wendell Church Lot. The total cash value of the trusts amounted to

$72,038.68. Of this amount $40,000 was forwarded to the Penick Home
and the balance set aside for a special program to be administered by the

Diocesan Council as directed by the Convention.

May 25, 1972

The income from the following trusts not being now required, the

N. C. National Bank, Trustee, was authorized to add the accumulated

income to the principal of the following trusts: R. P. 53, Helen L. Webb
Trust; R. P. 19, Butler Trust; R. P. 31, Franklinton Mission Trust.

June 6, 1972

The Trustees received check for $1,000 from the Planters National

Bank & Trust Co., representing payment of a bequest under the will of

Hyman L. Battle to be held for the following purposes

:

"I bequeath to the Episcopal Maintenance Endowment Fund

of the Diocese of North Carolina the sum of $1,000."

The bequest was added to Trust R. P. 39, the Permanent Episcopal

Fund.

June 26, 1972

The Trustees of the Diocese received the written consent of the

Bishop for the conveyance to Mr. Lacy McBryde of a one-fifth contingent

interest in the homestead of the late Miss Eliza Gray in Edgecombe

County for the sum of $5,000 cash, subject to the following conditions:

1. That the other four residuary devisees under the will of Eliza Gray

execute similar conveyances for the same sum; and

2. That the other four residuary devisees request the Trustees of the

Diocese to join them in this offer.

July 24, 1972

The Trustees received a citation requiring them to appear at the

October session of the 1972 Superior Court of Rowan County and be-
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come parties to a caveat in the matter of the will of Allen R. Hartman,

deceased.

August 7, 1972

The Trustees authorized the Business Manager to maintain the lia-

bility insurance coverage of the Diocese at $1,000,000.

The Trustees retained the law firm of Coughenour & Linn to repre-

sent the Diocese on behalf of St. Matthew's Mission and St. Paul's Mis-

sion, Salisbury, in the matter of the will of Allen R. Hartman.

September 18, 1972

The Trustees of the Diocese executed and delivered deed to John

W. McDonald of Mecklenburg County conveying real property located

in Paw Creek Township, Mecklenburg County, known as the Beatties

Ford Road, consisting of approximately four acres, for the sum of

$20,000 all with the consent of the Bishop of the Diocese.

October 6, 1972

The Trustees, acting with the written consent of the Bishop, granted

to Carolina Power & Light Co. a 30-foot easement over the lands held

for the benefit of St. Mark's Church, Raleigh, to permit the installation

of a power line over the church property.

October 9, 1972

Acting by and with the consent of the Bishop, the Trustees conveyed

Lot No. 11 and the adjoining half of Lot No. 10, Block 40, of Mayodan,

conveyed to the Diocese by Elliott F. Duncan, recorded in Book 635, page

429, Rockingham County Registry, to Rigell Knight and wife for $12,000.

November 15, 1972

The Trustees of the Diocese advised William C. Coughenour, Es-

quire of Coughenour & Linn, representing the Diocese in the matter of

the will of Allen R. Hartman, that the compromise proposed by the

caveator did not meet with the approval of the Trustees. $9,000 to each

Mission out of a one-third remainder interest in stocks valued at in

excess of $100,000 does not appear to be a generous compromise offer.
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More importantly, the Trustees were of the opinion that if the will is

invalid, the church should not accept any interest thereunder.

November 16, 1972

The Trustees received notice of the amendment by the Standing

Committee of its action taken on January 13, 1972 with respect to the

proceeds of the sale of the "Elliott Duncan Property", Mayodan, N. C,

and the written consent of the Bishop, for $2,000 of the net proceeds of

sale to be used for repairs to the new rectory held for the benefit of the

Church of the Messiah, Mayodan.

The Trustees received the consent of the Bishop, acting by and with

the advice of the Standing Committee, to execute a deed of trust in favor

of First Federal Savings and Loan Association, Raleigh, on the facilities

of St. Mark's Mission, Raleigh, as security for a loan of $15,000.

The Episcopal Home for the Ageing seeks to provide a creative pro-

gram within a stimulating environment whereby older people might find

dignity, respect, purpose, meaning and fulfillment in their daily lives.

Strong emphasis is placed upon the hope found in Jesus Christ our Lord,

and openness to all needs and a supportive respect for the life-style com-

mitments of each resident.

Daily prayer services and weekly communions are made available in

the Chapel of the Home under the direction of The Reverend Fred Pace,

chaplain.

Numerous recreational, leisure-time, learning and therapeutic pro-

grams are provided for and by the residents. Such programs include

Community College courses, movies, bingo, art classes, games night, Sat-

urday rides, special holiday events and individual instruction programs.

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REPORT OF SAINT AUGUSTINE'S COLLEGE

The importance and vitality of Saint Augustine's College in the

scheme of higher education in America continues to be evidenced. This

institution, conceived and born in an era of our history when little

thought or attention was given to the training of the minds of young

blacks, still views its mission as being primarily to attract and quicken the

intellect of those young people seeking a quality education under the

aegis of the christian faith. Having often labored with less than adequate

resources, we feel that Saint Augustine's College has, nevertheless, proven

more than adequate in its goal.

Our 106th year began with a record enrollment of 1,442 students, a

year when many small colleges witnessed a decrease in enrollment. Surely,

this speaks well for the increased esteem in which Saint Augustine's is

held. The student body for the present year is composed of 71 African

students, representing 13 African countries. In addition, the student

body enrollment embraces some 6 American whites, thus making our

student body both inter-racial and cross-cultural. Such diversity in stu-

dent body composition enhances considerably our opportunity to integrate

and intensify the kind of educational offerings which are available in our

college and reflective of our pluralistic society.

Again, for the 1972-'73 school year, Saint Augustine's has increased

the College entrance score by 25 points, thus assuring that the academic

quality of our Freshmen and new students will maintain and support the

quality of the educational program offered by this institution, and thus

enhance the overall quality of our end-product. This process of raising

the academic requirements of our entering students will proceed each

year on a controlled and gradual basis.

We have stressed continually over the years that Saint Augustine's

represents and stands for academic excellence. We feel that this statement

is underscored again this year by the performance of our graduates. Of

our 206 graduates in the class of '72, 40% (or 82) entered graduate or

professional schools upon graduation. This cannot but help the reputation

of the college and bodes well for the quality of service and dedication

which these alumni can channel back into our overall society, in the

not-too-distant tomorrow.

The manner in which the administration, faculty, staff and student
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body have discharged their role in higher education has not altogether

gone un-noticed. Increasingly foundations, governmental and church

groups have recognized the College's performance and rewarded her

efforts accordingly. Two grants are outstanding this year, emerging from

the private and religious sectors. The largest grant ever awarded Saint

Augustine's in the amount of $2.5 million was made by the Ford Foun-

dation. Another grant in the amount of $10,000 was made by Saint

Thomas Church, New York City. In both instances, the grants were made

not only to assist in the acquisition or strengthening of immediate needs

of the College, but also, to generate and stimulate further grants from

governmental, religious, and the private sector. We have every expec-

tation that this will be so.

In view of the elimination of the College from the Diocesan budget,

the office of Church Relations has been established (part-time) at Saint

Augustine's. It is hoped that this office will hold before the Diocese and

the Episcopal Church in general the needs of the College and the

opportunities which Saint Augustine's can fulfill. We continue to solicit

the individual support of the parishes, missions, and organizations of the

Diocese of North Carolina.

REPORT OF TRUSTEES
UNIVERSITY OF THE SOUTH

The June 1972 meeting of the Trustees of the University of the

South was highlighted by the report of the new Vice Chancellor, Mr.

Jefferson Bennett. The Vice Chancellor reported that the administrative

branch of the University would be reorganized to operate more efficiently,

that measures would be instituted to strengthen the faculty and to in-

crease salaries, and that more effort would be made to balance the

budget. The Vice Chancellor has been able to report success in reorgani-

zation of the administration and success in balancing the budget.

It was announced that Mr. George Snelling of Monroe, Louisiana

would assume responsibilities as national chairman of the Sewanee Million

Dollar Program. The success of this program is largely responsible for
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the balancing of the budget for the year ending September 1972.

As required by the Southern Association of Colleges, the University

will undertake an assessment of itself. Rather than the usual type of

study, the University will take this opportunity to study every phase of

the University Community, including the structure and function of the

Board of Trustees, and will attempt to make changes or projections

based on the results of the evaluation. Such a study will require a year

or more to complete.

The Sewanee Academy has successfully completed its transition from

a military to a non-military school. Boarding student enrollment has

stabilized, girls are now present as day students, and improvements in

dormitories have begun. The Board of Trustees has authorized the

administration to begin accepting girl boarding students when such is

deemed advisable.

All private schools at the college level are experiencing difficulties

with finances. Sewanee, Saint Augustines, and Saint Mary's are all church

owned or church related and all are deserving of more than just token

support by the Diocese of North Carolina. These institutions of higher

education in which we have a vested interest are recommended to the

1973 budget committee for a positive financial committment.

REPORT FROM THE TERRACES

The Terraces, the diocesan conference center which is located in

Southern Pines, began its eleventh year of operation in September of

1972: The conference center is used by a wide variety of diocesan and

parish groups for week-end retreats, planning, and study sessions. It is

used increasingly by groups from other brances of the Church, particu-

larly college students.

For the first time in its brief history daily rates at The Terraces

had to be increased, though by a very modest amount, in order to meet

mounting food costs, during the past year. A small increase in diocesan

support is indicated in the program budget of 1973; the increase will

assure that the grounds are better maintained and that some funds are

available for depreciation purposes next year, especially to begin a

gradual replacement of deteriorating plumbing.
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It should occasionally be restated that The Terraces itself does not

program or sponsor conferences or retreats, but is simply a diocesan

owned and operated facility for the convenience of North Carolina

churchmen. The Board of Directors is gratified that, each year, there

is an increase in the number of days, from September through May,

during which the conference center is used and enjoyed; and it is hoped

that The Terraces will continue to fulfill a role in the life of the diocese

for many years to come.

REPORT OF THE DIRECTOR OF PROGRAM

I am reporting to you as Director of Program for this Diocese.

Since our reorganization in the early 1960's, the Diocese of North

Carolina has employed a full-time Director of Program on its staff at

the Diocesan House in Raleigh. I am the second priest to hold this

position. During the years in which this office has been established, the

work of the Director and his job description have changed to suit the

situation or circumstance of the Diocese at the moment.

For the last two years and continuing at this time, I feel that there

are three specific areas of concern for the Director of Program. First, I

coordinate the activities of the Diocesan Program Task Force, serving

as its Director and presiding at its monthly meetings. I am responsible

for keeping informed about the activities of the various Divisions of the

Task Force, and in many instances I am present at those Division meet-

ings and a part of the planning. Second, I serve as something of an

administrative assistant to Bishop Fraser and Bishop Moore. The

Diocesan Business Manager, the Reverend Mr. Holt, also assists the

Bishops in this role. Since our Diocesan staff is small and the Bishops

do not have a full-time administrative assistant, we consider it appro-

priate in the Diocesan House that some of these concerns come to our
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desks. Third, I serve as a visitor or consultant in the area of program

planning, Christian Education, curriculum development, and things of

this nature in the parishes and missions of the Diocese where I am
invited to come by the clergy and other officers there.

The latter two portions of my work as the Director of Program

seem to me to speak for themselves. I am assuming that it is my work

with the Program Task Force about which this Convention will have the

greatest concern, and I will use the remainder of my time in speaking to

you on that subject. You are noting, I am sure, that there is an extensive

report in the pre-Convention packet. I am attempting now to add to that

information, to place it in its larger context, and hopefully to clarify

what we are attempting to say to you.

The development and administration of program in the Diocese of

North Carolina is the responsibility of the Diocesan Council. In late

1969, Bishop Fraser appointed a committee of which Bishop Moore was

the Chairman to develop some new way for the Council to execute these

canonical responsibilities. It had been felt prior to that time that the

system of departments, each with a special concern, such as missions,

education, or long range planning had ceased working efficiently or

effectively. Bishop Moore's committee reported to the Council and then

to the Convention its concept of a Program Task Force. So far as I

know, the structural idea is unique in our Diocese, and it has continued

in its experimental stage to this moment.

The Program Task Force develops and carries out in behalf of the

Council the program of the Diocese. It is made up of nine persons in

the Diocese who meet together once monthly to review the program, to

look carefully at what is going on in the Diocese and what our needs

may be and to develop as effectively as possible a way to minister to

those needs in the Diocese. Each member of the Task Force is Chairman

of a Division. Each Division meets from time to time to concern itself

with its special area of responsibility. Its Chairman reports to the Task

Force where plans made in Divisions may be reviewed and coordinated

with other activities in the Diocese.

I'd like to mention to you some of the assumptions on which this

structural design is based as we understand them.

First, we assume that because of the fast changing scene within the
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Church, the new problems and opportunities which arise and disappear

in such brief periods of time, it is impossible to develop one program

scheme which can be continued indefinitely. What is a needed program

at this moment, in great demand by a large number of persons, may be

completely out of date a year from now. The Program Task Force is

designed to be as creative as possible in finding new ways to bring about

new events to meet new educational and program needs as they arise.

Second, in this day and time, I feel that the best programs the

Church can devise are really operated on the parish level. The more

effective programs may be local programs. The best thing the Diocese

can do is to help congregations to develop their programs. There was a

time when out of town conferences and weekends were an important part

of the life of the Diocese. They have declined in popularity, and the

Program Task Force must be aware of this.

Third, we are assuming in the Program Task Force that we should

include a large number of people in planning the program of the Diocese.

The skills and talents and interests of as many people as possible should

be brought to bear on planning and carrying out programs. Toward this

end, we have eliminated the policy of allowing all planning to be done

by staff persons alone, and we are including 87 persons in the Task

Force, its Divisions, and related committees. A standing invitation exists

to anyone in the Diocese to join the group which represents his area

of concern.

Fourth, we are assuming that it is appropriate for a sum of money

to be included in the Diocesan Program Budget for the work of the

Program Task Force and its Divisions and for the programs which it

carries out. To this end, the Program Task Force asked for $71,538 in

the 1973 budget. When budget cuts were necessary, this amount was

reduced to $60,251, a reduction of a little more than $11,000. The plans

of the Divisions for the use of these funds are described in the pre-

Convention packet. Division Chairmen are present at this Convention

and expect to be available to answer your direct questions about their

program plans at the time of the discussion of the budget in the Con-

vention proceedings.

I will mention to you a fifth and final assumption which we have

in our minds as we attempt to carry out the program of the Diocese. We
are assuming that program planning and development beyond the parish
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level is an important element in the life of this Diocese and that it will

strengthen and support programs on the parish level. I am asked from

time to time to spend some time in making the Task Force known to

you. I am glad to do this, because we are thinking that it is helpful to

us for you to know that there is a Program Task Force attempting to

make available to you in your congregation good, creative, and trustable

assistance in all areas of congregational life.

What we want you to know is that we are active in the areas of

Christian Education and Church Schools. We have persons who can assist

you with vestry weekends. WT

e can offer you consultation with your

youth programs and training for your youth advisers. There are available

consultation and planning resources in the area of racial and urban

affairs. We are active in assisting clergy with their own continuing educa-

tion, in offering them support as they go about doing their work, and in

helping them to find opportunities for learning and personal development

beyond those available immediately in our own Diocese. We are able to

subsidize some of these programs for the clergy. We offer assistance in the

implementation of the Liturgical Trial Use Programs, and there are

consultants available to help any congregation, especially the smaller ones,

with their music. We are working to communicate to the Diocese and

to assist the Diocese to communicate within itself through The North

Carolina Churchman. We have assistance to offer you in the develop-

ment of your Every Member Canvass and in programs in parish steward-

ship. We can assist a parish calling committee in its difficult job of

finding a new rector or vicar. We are very good at helping you to

evaluate what is going on in your parish life, and in helping you to

decide what new directions may be able to fortify any weaknesses that

show up. If your congregation is near a college campus where you assume

you have the responsibility of a campus ministry, we are prepared to assist

you and your clergy in learning how best to accomplish that ministry.

And most of all—and I consider this of utmost importance to our Diocese

and the Episcopal Church at this moment—we are prepared to assist you

in examining and meeting in an aggressive fashion the problems which

arise for which we have not yet any experience in the Church or any

previously developed packaged program or any known way of handling

that problem or that situation.

There are some areas of program in which we simply do not do

enough in this Diocese. I am concerned about those. I hope that we
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may be able to expand our activities to include greater involvement in

the foreign mission activities of the Church, Christian social concerns

where they exist in our communities and in our State, ecumenical affairs,

and a few other things of this nature.

Concluding this report, let me say to you that I am in my seventh

year as a staff person in the Office of Program in our Diocesan House.

During that time, things have changed. I remember when we did not

have a Green Book and when we did have a summer camp and con-

ference program. I remember when clergy trusted their seminary ex-

perience to be just about all of the education they needed and when
continuing education for clergy was not a big issue. I remember when a

priest could plan a good Lenten program by buying a few copies of the

Seabury Book for Lent and studying them on Tuesday evenings. Things

have changed. The commission of the Church to preach and live the

Gospel continues to be our vocation and our determined will, but how to

do it is not always as clear as it once was. My hope and my determina-

tion is that the Office of Program will be increasingly helpful in assisting

our Diocese to know its ministry and to strengthen that ministry within

our congregations throughout the 39 countries in which we serve.

REPORT OF THE SPECIAL AD HOC COMMITTEE
STUDYING DECISION-MAKING IN THE DIOCESE

At the last Annual Convention of the Diocese of North Carolina in

January, 1972, Bishop Fraser, in his address, suggested that a study be

undertaken of the "decision-making process" in the Diocese in order to

formulate recommendations as to how this process might be carried on

more effectively. Subsequently, after favorable comment on this recom-

mendation by the Committee Report on the Bishop's Address, a Resolu-

tion of the Convention was enacted as follows:

"RESOLVED, that the Bishop be invited to appoint an 'Ad Hoc'

Committee to study the question of how our decision-making on all

levels can be improved and report its findings and recommendations to

the next Convention."

Pursuant to the above, in August, 1972, Bishop Fraser appointed

a committee comprised of the following members:
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1. Rev. Robert Davis, Henderson;

2. Thomas Fanjoy, Statesville;

3. Rev. John A. Gray, Wilson;

4. Rev. Carl Herman, Greensboro;

5. Sherwood H. Smith, Jr., Raleigh, chairman;

6. J. J. Summerell, Salisbury.

The committee has met several times to consider this complex

assignment. A survey of all of the various decision-making organizations

in the Diocese has been initiated to determine, among other things:

1. The type of decisions each organization is actually making and

whether that activity represents what each organization believes it should

be doing from the standpoint of functioning effectively in the overall

activities and program of the Diocese.

2. Whether each organization believes that any changes in the pro-

cedures whereby it operates, or in the type of tasks it now undertakes,

should be made; and if so, how any recommended changes should be

brought about.

The responses from this survey have been received and are now being

analyzed, as the first major step in the committee's work.

It is felt by the members of the committee that its task is very

necessary and important to the Diocese today and recommends that the

Bishop be authorized to continue this project by continuing this Ad Hoc
Committee, either as presently constituted or with such other members
in addition to or in lieu of any of the current members, as the Bishop may
designate, and with such specific duties and instructions as the Bishop

may deem proper, and that the committee report to the next Convention.

CONVENTION ADDRESS
—by William H. Brock

Bishop Fraser, Bishop Moore, delegates to the Convention, Ladies

and Gentlemen:

It is indeed an honor to be here at the 1973 Annual Convention.
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Even though I am participating for the first time, I indeed feel at home
because of the friends I have made since being associated with the

Episcopal Diocese of North Carolina, many of whom, are out in the

audience today.

The Division of Racial and Urban Affairs is an action Division,

an action Division designed to improve the life styles of creatures of God
throughout the Episcopal Diocese of North Carolina. We have worked

energetically to do just that.

Last program year the Division of Racial and Urban Affairs funded

two programs: Black Youth for Progressive Education and Human
Enterprises, Inc. Even though I was not on the staff when these two

programs were funded, personally, I think a great deal was accomplished.

Rather than to report on the past activities of these programs myself,

I decided to ask individuals who have been directly involved in these

programs to come to the Convention and share with you, in a brief way,

some information on activities that transpired as a result of the role

played by the Division of Racial and Urban Affairs.

I learned last evening that the representative from Human Enter-

prises could not be here due to the death of a close friend. However, he

sent this report, and I will share it with you at this point:

"The Diocese of North Carolina, through its Department of Urban

and Racial Affairs funded the Human Enterprises Institute to develop

a project called the Institute for Community Involvement in the Public

Schools. Included in the Institute were the following: (1) the develop-

ment of the idea and a proposal documenting its purpose and objectives,

(2) the implementation of the Community Involvement Institute in a

specific school system, and (3) documentation of the Institute's results

and formulation of a proposal for federal funding to the Diocese for

implementation elsewhere.

The pilot project of the Institute for Community Involvement in

the Public Schools was run in the Alamance County school system. The

Institute drew together parents, students, teachers, and administrators

for the purposes of better and more meaningful involvement in public

education. The process was centered around learning experiences de-

signed by Human Enterprises Institute to facilitate the parties involved

in becoming better acquainted, developing more meaningful relation-

ships, and dealing with the issues facing them in which they have a

common interest.

Work in the Alamance County school system included Human
Enterprises' consultation and on-site training in a five day principals'

workshop in human relations, consultation throughout the fall with the

system's human relations director and other administrators, and the

development and implementation of a series of workshops for parents,

teachers, administrators, secondary and high school students. In all, some

70 people concerned with the Alamance system were involved in the

Institute over a period of seven weeks, ending in December.

Aside from increasing the community's capabilities through the

building of stronger relationships across age, sex, and race barriers, the

Institute resulted in the formation of four task forces which hopefully

will have ongoing significance within the system to deal with four areas

of importance: (1) increasing students' input and decision-making, (2)

increasing minority participation in the administration, (3) developng

special capabilities, i.e. special teachers and the like, and (4) alleviation

of overcrowding in the system.

Each of the task force groups has started work on these areas of

interest by assessing the current situation, the statement of the ideal, and

have worked through some preliminary strategies toward implementation

of the project goal.

It is too early to tell whether or not the Institute will be successful

in all that it has set out to do. This is in the process of being documented,

but since many of the concerns are long range in nature, it will be some

time before final evaluation is possible.

The information received by Human Enterprises Institute from

participants via the post-Institute questionnaire has been quite positive

and helpful to the administration of the Alamance County school system.

The system anticipates running simliar institutes on its own in the future,

if for no other reason than the benefits derived from providing needed

information to the community in a new and engaging manner.

The proposal situation is presently being investigated. The shift

in federal programs relating to aid to school systems in North Carolina

has yet to be defined. It is hoped, however, that Human Enterprises can

draft a proposal for the Diocese which would enable further Diocesan
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involvement in this critical issue. Some possibilities may exist in the

government's ESAA (Emergency School Aid Assistant) program later

this spring."

This concludes the report of Human Enterprises, Inc.

It is an honor to have Mr. John Hudgins with me today. John is

Coordinator for Black Youth for Progressive Education. I would like

for John to say a brief word or two about his program.

Mr. Hudgins' report is quoted:

"Black Youth for Progressive Education was formed in the fall of

1971 to provide community input in the solving of problems relating to

the desegregation of public schools in Durham. After a week of com-

munity workshops, a steering committee was formed to plan some follow-

up to the issues raised. An ongoing program was deemed the appropriate

response to the situation and Black Youth for Progressive Education

grew out of that concern.

"The organization has not been a recipe for the problems that

plague the public schools, but rather has sought to provide an ongoing

structure for community input. A chief function has been to organize

programs and projects to complement the public schools and to channel

as much community influence into the educational process as possible.

An executive capacity has been maintained on a part-time basis, and

much volunteer support has contributed to the success of most BYPE
endeavors. Some of the projects will be presented here.

"January 1972—BYPE in conjunction with the Durham chapter

of the Hampton Institute Alumni sponsored a pre-college orientation

night. The activity gave local high school students a chance to meet with

Durham students in attendance at Hampton Institute, and discuss the

many aspects of college life.

"February 1972—BYPE sponsored a night of expression at Hillside

High School. Several community speakers sat down with students to

discuss student problems in education at Hillside.

"Prior to the May primary, BYPE put together a panel discussion

at White Rock Baptist Church. The two black candidates for the school

board, a senior and a junior high school principal, a college student, and

a high school student discussed the meaning and role of black education.
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"BYPE provided assistance in all capacities in both the May primary

and in the November election. Members helped in registration and

education of voters as well as provided some transportation to polling

places.

"BYPE staff has, on a number of occasions, assisted local high

school groups. Discussions have been conducted at meetings of the Afro-

American Society. The staff met with a year book staff to come up with

means of solving production problems generated by lack of interest and

involvement of students stemming from desegregation.

"BYPE has communicated with the local school boards directly on

two important matters:

1. The current suit involving desegregation redistricting.

2. The formation of an educational study commission.

"An intensive reading program was conducted by BYPE at Hoover

Road Apartments. The five-week program was designed to:

1. Increase the reading skills of a group of low income 9-13 year

olds.

2. Provide exposure of the same group to black reading materials.

The program we feel served as an effective example of how this kind

of endeavor can become a community function.

"An eight-week discussion-study series was conducted during the

summer of 1972 by BYPE. Both local and statewide resource people were

used to explore areas not given appropriate attention in the public

schools

:

1. Black Religion

2. Drugs and the Black Community

3. Black Man, Black Woman, Black Liberation

4. The Media and the Black Community

"In August of 1972 BYPE co-sponsored a BTMBE, which was an

African festival. A Sunday afternoon affair, the festival involved music,

dance, poetry, and booths of information from various local organiza-

tions. Other sponsors included WAFR, Your Own Thing Theatre, and
the city recreation department.
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"In November BYPE sponsored a dinner meeting which enabled

students and local community leaders to discuss together school and

community problems. Black leaders from all sectors of the local com-

munity attended and agreed to find ways of getting youth more involved

in the total affairs of the community.

"Presently, BYPE is continuously developing a community based

counseling program. This program is aimed at meeting student needs that

school counselors for one reason or another fail to concern themselves

with.

"Overall BYPE has sought to address itself to felt needs of black

students in Durham. We have sought to assist the public schools, to

influence whatever change is possible in the public schools, and in

situations where the public schools are unresponsive, we have sought

other means and innovations to help students in Durham receive the

kind of education we think important in their preparation to serve the

community as committed and effective adults."

Thank you, Mr. Hudgins, for your report on Black Youth for

Progressive Education.

The Division of Racial and Urban Affairs' future emphasis will be

placed on working with youths. We feel that this is where the future of

America lies. Too many of us, like myself, who are over thirty have been

scarred and imbeded with experiences which aid to promulgate obsolete

beliefs and attitudes. We find youths don't have the type of luxury, that

in many cases tend to impede progress. We also feel that youths are

looking for alternatives and if we do not provide these alternatives, they

will find them on their own, and it may not be the constructive ones.

The Division has agreed to sponsor two youth projects during pro-

gram year 1973. They are Black Youth for Progressive Education, the

one Mr. Hudgins alluded to, and a youth group in Anson County to aid

the youths of that County in establishing a viable recreation program.

Let it be understood that we are not just interested in working with

those youths who are very much a part of our everyday community, but

we have pledged our efforts to aid the youths who are incarcerated in

our youth centers as well. Recently, I talked with Commissioner James

Paige of the North Carolina Department of Youth Development to voice

my concern. As a result of this conversation, we are planning to put forth
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a coordinated effort with the Commissioner to solicit the aid of mature

citizens to become friends of the stuednts who are committed to the

North Carolina Youth Development Schools and need personal and

emotional support. These citizens will become involved on a community

basis in the formulation of one to one, and group relationships with the

students in an effort to effect social and behavioral changes within the

individuals and attitudinal changes toward them on the community level.

It has been my contention through the years from my past work

experiences in the Youth Center, that social activities for the students in

these centers can be a drag. Therefore, efforts will be made to encourage

many of our entertainment managers to assist in the drive to aid in

bringing celebrities to these centers to chat with the students in a one to

one, or group basis whenever they are performing in the local community.

Many times celebrities spend a great deal of time in their motel rooms

during the day, between night performances because they don't know

anyone in the community, or they lack something better to do. There-

fore, we intend to capitalize on this in order to bring some sunshine to

some young people's lives.

The Division of Racial and Urban Affairs believes that the name

of the game is involvement. Even though we are designated as the

Division to deal with racial and urban affairs, we do not feel like we

have a monopoly on it. We need everyone's support. We have already

called a meeting to organize advisory groups to assist us in defining the

needs of people in the Episcopal Diocese. Just recently we have organized

an advisory group, consisting of representatives from eight counties to

advise us on a regular basis on needs and programs, etc.

In the very near future, we will be calling on a few of our local

churches to participate in a Continuing Education Program that we
are planning to formulate on an experimental basis, to deal with racial

and urban affairs.

Commencing in March, I will be broadcasting on behalf of the

Division of Racial and Urban Affairs, a 15-minute community talk show

every first and third Sundays at WRNC Radio Station in Raleigh, North

Carolina. This is strictly experimental and if all goes well, we are hoping

for some additional time, and some prime time in order to reach more
people. The manager has already agreed to tape the show to be used on

other stations throughout the Diocese, provided that we furnish the
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tapes and we can locate stations to air it. This service will be rendered at

no cost to the Episcopal Diocese of North Carolina.

Finally, I wish to emphasize that all monies used by the Division

of Racial and Urban Affairs to sponsor programs will be used as a

primer to make the programs self-sustaining and to bring in additional

funds from outside resources.

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REPORT FROM THE COMMITTEE ON CLERGY
AGREEMENTS, DEPLOYMENT AND TENURE

At its annual meeting in 1972, the Convention of the Diocese of

North Carolina passed the following resolution concerning one portion

of the Bishop's address:

"RESOLVED, that the Program Task Force Divisions on 'Pro-

fessional Development of the Clergy' and 'Services to Congregations'

be charged with the task of studying the entire area of clergy deploy-

ment, tenure and contractual arrangements and report their find-

ings and recommendations to the next Convention."

In addition to the chairman, two clergymen from each Division, plus

three lay persons were called upon to serve. We have completed several

months of study and we unanimously recommend the use of letters of

agreement between clergy and those responsible for their call (bishops,

vestry, or other body) to any position (rector, assistant, chaplain, vicar

or staff person), full time or part time. For convenience sake in this

document, however, we refer only to "rector" and "vestry."

We understand letters of agreement to imply full preliminary con-

versations between the clergy and their employers and we regard that

process of dialogue as most important. The letter should be the product

of mutual understanding. Letters of agreement may help employers and

clergy avoid problems of unexamined assumptions about one another and

can clarify mutual expectations. We further believe these are not merely

contracts in a legal sense, but are covenants reached with an under-

standing that a clergyman is also responsible to the whole Church and

not just accountable to a vestry. We recommend that the Bishop or some-

one suggested by him review each letter of agreement before it is signed.

We therefore recommend that the Convention adopt the following

resolution

:

BE IT RESOLVED THAT the Diocese of North Carolina

urges clergymen and vestries which hereafter enter into pastoral

relationships to adopt written agreements as described in this report,

with emphasis on the suggestion of the assistance of an outside con-

sultant in the formulation of the initial and all subsequent agree-

ments.
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BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that a copy of the report be

forwarded by the Secretary of the Diocese to the vestry or mission

committee of every congregation to be filed with the official records

of each vestry or mission committee. (Passed as amended above

Feb. 3, 1973).

WITH RESPECT TO TENURE, the Committee notes that dioc-

esan canons governing tenure are permitted by Canon 21 of Title III of

the Canons of General Convention.

We recommend the adoption of the following canon

:

AGREEMENTS BETWEEN RECTOR AND VESTRY

A priest who hereafter is canonically elected Rector of a parish

and the Vestry that elects him may, at the time the pastoral relation-

ship is agreed to, enter into a written agreement specifying the term

for which the priest is to serve as rector of the parish. Not earlier

than 6 months nor later than 3 months before the termination of the

Rector's tenure, the parties may, by written instrument, renew the

relationship for a specified period of time. Subsequent renewals may

be agreed upon in the same manner. The failure of either party to

enter into an agreement to renew such a relationship at least 3

months prior to the expiration of a specified term shall constitute

notice to the other party that the pastoral relationship will not be

renewed. This canon is enacted pursuant to the authority contained

in Section I, of Title III, Canon 21 of the Canons of the General

Convention, but nothing herein shall be construed as modifying or

repealing existing canons governing the termination of the pastoral

relationship. (Passed as Section 6, Canon XXII, Feb. 3, 1973).

DEPLOYMENT methods leave much to be desired, and we urge

both vestries and clergy to use all available sources of information. These

include contacts with the Bishops and, through them, the new Clergy

Deployment Office of the Episcopal Church, 815 Second Avenue, New
York, N. Y. 10017. We encourage each clergyman and congregation to

seek ways of assessing their strengths and interests. Matching the right

talents with opportunities is the key to many fulfilling calls. Competent

consultants may be useful to both clergy and potential employers in this

regard.
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In hopes that we can be of some help to those who seek to come to

a mutual agreement as suggested, we are providing an outline of suggested

points which might be covered in a letter of agreement (appendix A).

In addition, we provide a commentary (appendix B) that elaborates on

these points.

We are grateful for materials received from the Diocese of Bethle-

hem, Alabama, Florida, Indianapolis and Washington, and from the

Clergy Deployment Office in New York.

COMMENTARY

A. CLERGY TIME EXPECTATION GUIDELINES. Clergy Time

Use is usually expected to be controlled by the clergyman, provided he

understands he is expected to take time for his own recreation—since

his vocation can involve around-the-clock responsibilities. At least one

day off per week should be set aside, possibly even agreeing on which

day that will normally be. One full month's vacation annually is usual

and two weeks per year for continuing education is recommended. A
clear agreement about sick leave might help clarify when a temporary

replacement would be necessary. We recommend consideration of periodic

extended leaves for continuing education, research and reflection. If such

a leave is to be granted, the terms of the leave could be specified in the

Letter. Provisions for supply clergy should be considered.

B. WORK DESCRIPTION AND RELATIONSHIPS. Position Title.

What is the name of the position to which this person is being called?

(Rector, Vicar, etc.) Basic Function. This section presupposes self-study

by the congregation for a clear idea of what are considered top priorities

in its corporate ministry. Any description of a clergyman's work should

relate to a congregation's stated priorities. In drawing up this part of

the agreement it will probably be helpful for the vestry to prepare a list

of its ideas about the basic leadership functions of the clergy. Such a list

might include such items as preacher, leader of sacramental celebrations,

personal counselor, consultant in Christian Education, youth director,

fund-raiser, community developer, administrator, etc. After such a list

is complete, the vestry should decide which items most accurately describe

what they generally believe to be the strengths needed by their clergyman.

This ordered list may then be used to prepare the brief summary. An
example of such a summary follows:

"The basic function of the Rector of this parish is to preach

and teach the Word of God and to lead in the celebration of

sacraments. In this vein he should also be able to provide leadership

in the area of Christian Education, both for children and adults.

He should also be competent in personal counseling—members of

this congregation are use to seeking counsel from the priest. He
would be expected to oversee administrative tasks. (These are spelled

out more specifically below.)"
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Specific administrative responsibilities which the vestry expects the

rector to assume. (In preparing this section be quite specific) . The follow-

ing checklist may prove useful in the task. Each vestry may want to adjust

the list in light of its own needs. It is very important for the rector and

the vestry to have specified from the beginning of their relationship

who is responsible in given areas.

To what extent is the rector to be involved in and/or responsible

for activities in the following areas:

Organizational Relationships (i.e., to Other Officers and Staff).

Constantly changing circumstances require new decisions. It is important

to be quite specific about who can make changes and under what

circumstances. Therefore, we suggest that an agreement clarify the

following

:

1. What kinds of decisions is the rector to make?

2. What kinds of decisions require action by both rector & vestry?

3. What kinds of decisions might call for some consultation with

other members of the congregation?

C. COMPENSATION.

Salary. The provision of adequate salary and other compensation is

essential for a healthy relationship between a clergyman and his parish

and vestry. The salary provided in any agreement should be at least the

minimum salary required by the diocese. The initial agreement should

provide two separate provisions for increases in salary. One should be

related to cost of living, so that the clergyman's initial salary is not

diminished by inflation. The second should be a provision for other

increases. The two should be separate so that a parish does not assume

it has given a genuine raise when in fact it has simply provided cost of

living increases. The amount and time of increases are negotiable.

Allowances and Benefits. In parishes that provide rectories, the

agreement should make clear who is responsible for maintenance, repairs,

and mutually agreed-upon decoration. Many vestries will prefer to

provide a housing allowance for the clergyman. The agreement should

specify how utilities are to be paid. In the case of a church-owned resi-
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dence, all utilities could be paid directly by the church. For churches

that provide a housing allowance, utilities may be paid directly by the

church, by the minister with reimbursement from the church, or the

housing allowance may be sufficient to pay for utilities. By canon, the

church pays all premiums on the Church Pension Fund. The agreement

should specify who pays for the various health, hospitalization and life

insurance programs required by canon, Church Pension Fund rules, or

optional with the parish, such as Social Security self-employment tax.

The relationship between income tax and social security should be con-

sidered. The parish may wish to negotiate disability insurance for the

clergy, and/or educational insurance plans for clergy children or annuity

plans for the clergyman.

Expenses and Administration. A letter of agreement should specify

what moving expenses are to be paid by the employer. It may also

specify a dollar amount for the clergyman's professional expenses (sub-

scriptions to professional journals, dues, memberships, entertainment) or

in some other way note how these are to be paid. A letter of agreement

may also include a specific dollar amount for annual continuing education

for the clergyman. Some letters of agreement include terms for disposition

of honoraria (such as from weddings or funerals). The outline for the

compensation section of a letter of agreement does not include a clergy-

man's discretionary fund, which by canon is under his jurisdiction and

not part of his personal compensation.

D. EVALUATION.

A letter of agreement, as suggested by the committee, should include

some means for periodic review of the initial agreement, which requires

evaluation of the clergyman and of the community he serves. We recom-

mend annual evaluation on the anniversary of the date the clergyman

began employment. First, any agreement for evaluation presupposes some

standards by which performance may be measured. The initial agree-

ment, for example, may provide that the clergyman is expected to serve

principally as a pastoral minister whose duties include significant indi-

vidual counseling. A clergyman who has emphasized those duties under

the agreement at the expense of detailed attention to administrative

responsibilities would be unfairly evaluated as a poor administrator.

Evaluation, the committee believes, proceeds best in the context of
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mutuality. The rector and vestry, for example, evaluate their work within

the context of their mutual tasks. Evaluation and subsequent revision of

a letter of agreement should provide a modest set of attainable goals,

rather than broad generalities. An initial letter of agreement should pro-

vide specific dates on which mutual evaluation will occur and at which

revisions may be made. Outside assistance may be useful in the evalua-

tion process, provided it is obtained by mutual consent of the clergyman

and his employer and is employed to assist the parties in their evaluation

rather than providing evaluation on its own initiative. For example,

consultants approved by the diocese may be invited by a clergyman and

his vestry to assist their mutual evaluation. An initial letter of agreement

may specify how outside assistance is to be obtained, the scope and the

limits of its responsibility. Such outside assistance may be of use to

vestries in their initial negotiation with a prospective rector.

REPORT ON THE PARISH GRANT PROGRAM

The Parish Grant Program Committee was set up in accordance

with instructions outlined by the Diocesan Council on January 7, 1972

and subsequently six persons were appointed by Bishop Fraser on Feb-

ruary 21, 1972. This Committee was originated to administer the

$24,809.50 made available to the Diocesan Council by the Trustees.

The Trustees at the same time made available to the convention

a sum out of which the amount of $41,484.96 was voted by the Con-

vention to be administered by this Committee. The Committee was

directed to follow the same purpose, guidelines and administrative pro-

cedures as outlined by the Diocesan Council "save that this Committee

receive final approval of the Diocesan Council of any and all grants from

the aforesaid approximately $36,000." (P. 147 Convention Reports 1972)

(In fact, $41,484.96)

Guidelines and application information were sent to all clergy and

senior wardens of vacant cures. Guidelines were published in the North

Carolina Churchman, June, 1972. Vestries and Mission Committees

apply directly to this Committee which meets quarterly since becoming

operational in June, 1972, in Burlington Church of the Holy Comforter

on the second Thursday in the last month of the quarter. The Convention

meets to review grant applications for programs in which local congrega-
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tions take the initiative to develop community outreach programs that

are innovative and capable of sustaining themselves once started. Other

guidelines include the assurance that local vestries will keep an eye on

funded programs, that regular evaluative reports will be submitted and

that there should be concrete evidence of community involvement, sub-

stantiated by matching funds. Above all, the Committee wishes to em-

phasize the actual participation of the local parishes or missions rather

than let themselves be an instrument for obtaining funds.

Grants to date include:

I Diocesan Council Funds

$3,000.00 to St. Stephen's, Durham to aid with a program for

pre-school hearing-handicapped children.

$3,000.00 to Trinity Church, Statesville for helping Ruthie's

Day Care Center.

$3,000.00 to Chapel of the Cross, Chapel Hill for their program

to help runaway young people.

$1,500.00 to St. Andrew's, Greensboro to help establish a park

playground in a predominantly black neighborhood.

$3,000.00 to Church of the Epiphany, Rocky Mount to help with

a summer tutorial program.

II Diocesan Convention Funds

$3,000.00 to St. Mark's, Raleigh to help with an action approach

to the drug abuse problem.

A total of nineteen applications have been considered. Six have

been approved, and one is pending approval by the Diocesan Council.

This Committee has asked the Diocesan Council for a resolution to

be submitted to the Convention providing for one method of handling

the accountability of the funds.

REPORT OF THE STUDY COMMISSION ON A
DIOCESAN CONFERENCE CENTER

A Committee on the feasibility of a year-round conference center

was appointed by Bishop Fraser, upon the recommendation of the

Diocesan Convention of February 1972, consisting of the following

persons

:

Mark Abbott, Sanford; Miss Ruthie Bollinger, Durham; The Rev.

Wilson Carter, Lexington; The Rev. Wm. Hethcock, Raleigh (advisor)
;

Mrs. W. J. Long, Jr., Roanoke Rapids; Mr. Paul E. Neil, Jr., Charlotte;

Mr. William D. Holloman, Scotland Neck; The Rev. Mayo Little, Tar-

boro; and Mrs. Herman Salinger, Durham (chairman).

The members were charged with "determining what kinds of needs

may exist for a conference center, to test the adequacy of the Terraces

as a meeting place for these needs, and to determine what the minimum

and maximum requirements for such a conference center with respect

to facilities and location may be." The Bishop asked the committee,

further, whether the establishment of such a center should be the A-l

priority of the Diocese.

A questionnaire was prepared and circulated to the committee so

that opinions could be gathered for several months prior to a meeting.

The meeting, which was held in Durham on September 30, was

attended by a majority of the committee. Mr. Hethcock sent some ques-

tionnaires which he had circulated to the clergy and which were helpful.

Miss Bollinger could not attend, but her opinion was represented by

Mr. Abbott of the Episcopal Young Churchmen. Mr. Holloman and the

Rev. Carter could not attend but have reported their views and sym-

pathies to the chairman by telephone.

Mr. Abbott felt that there was some indication that a decline of

EYC attendance might be due to the lack of a central, more convenient

conference center. He thought the summer conference might have been

held had there been such a place; he thinks that the young people feel

the need of a place more conveniently located to a greater part of the

diocese, and that once established such a center would be used by other

groups—i.e. laymen, women, etc. He pointed out that some young people

are cut out of going to Kanuga because they are not old enough to

drive, and even when they are able in their senior year of high school,
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parents often do not permit such long trips. In his opinion the Terraces

is only useful for certain small meetings.

Mr. Little said he could find no over-riding discernible need for a

Center; that he had no experience with Vade Mecum and so could not

feel the great lack commented upon by some. He feels that so far as

Tarboro is concerned, distance probably is a factor in deterring people

from going to Kanuga, but that Camp Leach seems to satisfy what

needs exist.

Mr. Neal said there was no doubt that many people to whom he

talked said "yes, we do need a Conference Center—perhaps at a location

like Asheboro." However, it was his opinion that such poll-taking was

unrealistic and that in general we could not justify what would be a

tremendous expenditure on the part of the Diocese to build another,

better "Terraces." Some parishes would say that we need a central Center

to get our families together, and for our children and young people, but

to maintain a facility alone is a very heavy budgetary item. The clergy

to whom he talked felt that activities would grow were we to have such

a site, but that Kanuga is close enough to Charlotte so that there is no

real need in that area. One suggestion made to him was that bus trans-

portation to Kanuga be provided for other parts of the diocese.

Mrs. Long reported that the needs of the Churchwomen were ade-

quately met by both the Terraces (for small meetings, retreats, etc.) and

Kanuga (for the summer conference) and therefore she could not in good

conscience recommend that the Diocese undertake the purchase or build-

ing of a new center. She did feel that there might be some need for a

camping program for the 8-10 year olds which is now not being met, and

she noted that there was a certain spirit and enthusiasm engendered in

those camping years in the past which seemed to hold over for young

adults, in the days of Vade Mecum. Mrs. Long pointed out that the

EYC might adopt a practice of the Churchwomen: plan their summer

conference schedule a year ahead so that there would be a guarantee or

space at Kanuga, Betsy-Jeff-Penn or wherever they chose to be housed.

Consideration was given to whether The Terraces could or should

be enlarged or developed in some way, and the Committee felt that the

location was an adverse factor for summer camping, that not enough

land was available, and that the present structure was inadequate for
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year-round use. The members felt, therefore, that this was not a viable

alternative.

Mr. Neal recommended that the Committee report the following

resolution to Bishop Fraser:

Be it resolved that the Study Committee on a Year-Round Confer-

ence Center is not convinced of the need for such a facility. While it

recognizes that programs might grow spontaneously if a more central

year-round center were provided, at the present time most activities are

adequately housed at the Terraces and at Kanuga, and therefore the

expenditure of such necessarily large sums for acquisition of land, build-

ing and maintenance are not indicated.

Recognizing, however, that there exists a clear call for assistance

from the young people, perhaps a lack of adequate camping programs

for certain age groups of our children, and other unmet needs of par-

ticular groups — i.e. laymen, parishes, etc. — we recommend that the

Diocese appropriate the sum group activities seem advisable for renting

space in some centrally-chosen locations. We recommend that this be

done to test the validity of the need and to gauge the response of our

people over a period of three years.

The Committee feels this is the only recommendation it can make

in the light of conflicting wishes and unproved programs. It does also

call upon Diocesan Headquarters to provide assistance to the young

people in adequate planning of time and space for such conferences as

they desire.

TO
THE ONE HUNDRED AND FIFTY-SEVENTH ANNUAL

CONVENTION OF THE DIOCESE OF NORTH CAROLINA

The following reports were referred to this Committee

:

1. Report of the Trustees of the Diocese

2. Report of the North Carolina Episcopal Church Foundation, Inc.
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3. Report of the Francis J. Murdoch Memorial Society for the

Increase of the Ministry.

Each member of the Committee has reviewed each of these reports

and the Committee has done some independent investigation with respect

to some of the matters contained in the reports. We find each of these

reports to be in order and commend the individual trustees involved for

their service.

The Trustees of the Diocese consist of the Bishop and three laymen

elected by the Convention. Their report lists the various transactions of

the Trustees during the year with respect to various properties or trusts

of the Diocese. Many of these involve the sale of mission or other prop-

erties (with the advice and consent of the Standing Committee) and the

disposition of the proceeds. Others concern individual trusts under wills

or gifts to the Diocese, or other miscellaneous matters.

Especially noteworthy among these are the following:

Transmitting to the Treasurer of the Diocese, for disposition by the

Diocesan Council, approximately $5,907 previously held in the common
trust fund of the Diocese as "Diocese Miscellaneous Receipts" which

were funds accumulated from various sources over a period of years

without any trusts attached to them. (This, and the next item mentioned

came about by reason of a monumental task performed by the Treasurer

and Business Manager of the Diocese in making a study of all of the

various trust funds of the Diocese and their purposes.)

Liquidating eleven trusts in the amounts totaling $72,038.68 and

disposing of the proceeds in accordance with a resolution adopted by

the last Diocesan convention.

Receipt of $1,000 bequest to the "Episcopal Maintenance Endow-

ment Fund of the Diocese of North Carolina" under the Will of the

Late Hyman L. Battle.

The Trustees and the Business Manager of the Diocese received

notice of the intention of the North Carolina Highway Commission to

build a new entry ramp for the highway near the Diocesan Headquarters.

The report states that this would take part of the Diocesan property and

would seriously affect ingress and egress to that property and that the

Business Manager has been conferring with officials of the Commission
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in an effort to alleviate the damage to the Diocesan Headquarters'

property.

The purpose of the North Carolina Episcopal Church Foundation,

Inc., as its report states, is "to aid parishes and missions in the erection

of churches and the acquisition of church properties through low interest

installment loans." The net worth of the assets of the foundation as of

October 31, 1972, the close of its year, was $537,742.53, an increase over

previous years. New loans made during the year, to five parishes or

missions, totaled $119,000 and there was one grant to a mission in the

amount of $2,000 and approval of another loan, not yet disbursed, in

the amount of $32,350. The outstanding balance due on all loans at the

conclusion of the year was $309,684.45. Six loans to parishes or missions

were repaid in full during the year. The actual and potential contribu-

tions of this foundation to the upbuilding and strengthening of our

diocese, and especially its missions, are of great significance.

The purpose of the Francis J. Murdoch Memorial Society is to aid

in the education of young men for the ministry. The value of the

principle of the fund as of the end of the year was $30,259.29. Five loans

were made during 1972 in amounts totaling $2,400, which was in excess

of the income for the year, but the balance came from previously accumu-

lated income and there was at the end of the year a balance available for

loans of $292.30. These loans to seminarians are usually cancelled upon

ordination.

The Committee believes that the various trustees submitting these

reports have carried out their duties and exercised their discretion in a

conscientious and judicious manner.

On the eve of the Convention, this committee received for considera-

tion a supplemental report to the Convention by the Trustees of the

Diocese transmitting for consideration "without prejudice" a resolution

requested by the Executive Committee of the Board of Managers of the

Thompson Orphanage for the purpose of eliminating any legal question

regarding the right of the Thompson Orphanage and Training Institute

to the rents and profits and other benefits from certain lands in Charlotte

where the campus of the orphanage was formerly located. The Com-

mittee is advised that the Trustees of the Diocese have signed the resolu-

tion, thus indicating their concurrence in it. This Committee having

investigated the facts and background relating to the aims and purposes
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of the resolution, recommends that this convention approve and adopt

the resolution.

REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE
ON INSTITUTIONS

The Committee on Institutions has reviewed the reports which have

been sent to the Convention from the following institutions: The Episco-

pal Child Care Services, Home for the Aging, Kanuga Conference

Center, St. Augustine's College, St. Mary's College, The University of

the South, and The Terraces. These reports will be filed with the Secre-

tary of the Diocese without individual reading.

The Committee makes the following specific comments to the Con-

vention delegates:

1. Special attention is called to the work of the Episcopal Child

Care Center as summarized in the last paragraph of their report:

"The program of the Episcopal Child Care Services is some-

what unique. The programs of many children's homes seem to lack

stability in that they continue to swing from one facet of child-care

philosophy to another. We believe we have attained a higher degree

of stability and are administering a well-balanced program. We
combine the ministry of the church with practical child care, psycho-

logical learning theory, and specialized education. We are making

progress, and the possibilities of this program are becoming more

exciting each day. We look forward to the opportunity before us to

pursue the goals of excellence as we serve children and families in

our Lord's name."

2. It is noted that the Home for the Aging meets a tremendous

need in the Diocese and meets it very well as indicated by its waiting list

of 120 persons. The financial difficulties under which the Home has

operated for a number of years are progressing toward resolution. Resi-

dents will be asked to contribute a fixed donation on admission. With
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implementation of this new policy, the Home will be able to function on

a more stable financial basis.

3. The Committee wishes to commend the Board and Executive

Director of the Kanuga Conference Center for operating without a

financial loss in 1972. With the appointment of a Director of Promotion

it is anticipated that the Conference Center will be used more extensively

by parishes and others particularly during the winder months.

4. It would appear that removing St. Augustine's College from the

Diocesan budget has served as a springboard for their receiving extensive

outside assistance. It is hoped that this will be the trend for other church

related colleges.

5. The University of the South feels keenly the need of the financial

support of the Diocese. Sewanee feels as it is church owned as opposed

to being church related that the obligation is different because the

relationship is different.

6. The Committee regrets the strong stand that St. Mary's College

has taken in its report on the deficiency of financial support. This

deficiency is interpreted by St. Mary's as a manifestation of "benign

neglect" by the Church.

7. The Committee wishes to commend the Board of The Terraces

for submitting both program and financial reports to the Convention.

The Board should also be commended for promotion of continued use

of this facility. It comes as a cheering note to know that there will be a

gradual replacement of deteriorating plumbing; hopefully, there will be

an increase in such facilities.

The Committee on behalf of the Diocese wishes to express apprecia-

tion and support of all of these institutions for the fine work they continue

to pursue in our Lord's Name.

THE REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE
ON RESOLUTIONS

The Committee on Resolutions made the following recommendations

on Resolutions presented to the 157th Convention of the Diocese of

North Carolina.

1. A Resolution was offered by the Committee on Clergy Agreements,

Deployment and Tenure wherein the vestries and clergymen of the

Diocese were urged to enter into written agreements at the time

they established an official relationship and at regular stipulated

subsequent periods. Your Committee recommended adoption of the

Resolution with the amendment that "Special emphasis be placed

upon the suggestion of securing outside assistance in the formulation

of the initial, and all subsequent agreements." The resolution was

adopted as amended. (See page 194-195)

2. A Resolution was presented by the Rev. Robert L. Ladehoff, Rector,

St. Christopher's Church, Charlotte: "Resolved that the Diocesan

Council study the relationship of the Diocese to the North Carolina

Council of Churches, and to report their findings and their recom-

mendations to the 1974 Diocesan Convention." Your Committee

recommended adoption. The resolution was adopted.
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3. A Resolution was presented by the Rev. S. F. James Abbott, Episco-

pal Chaplain, UNC-Greensboro : "Be it resolved, that in the event

that the Quota acceptances for the 1974 proposed Budget are not

equal to that Budget as originally proposed, the Finance Committee

and the Diocesan Council be instructed by this Convention (1) to

establish a clear and specific formula for sharing the deficit equitably

between the National Church Program and the Diocesan Program

and (2) to share that formula and its rationale with the 1974 Con-

vention in conjunction with the presentation of the 1974 Budget."

Your Committee recommends adoption.

The motion failed to pass, and the resolution was not adopted,

whereupon the Bishop referred the matter to the Ad Hoc Com-

mittee on Decision-Making.

4. A resolution was presented by the Vestry of St. Luke's Church,

Salisbury, that the clergy and laity of this Convention of the Diocese

of North Carolina urge the 1973 General Convention "not to re-

interpret nor proceed to alter the Constitution and Canons of the

Church so as to permit ordination of women to the priesthood."

Your Committee recommends this resolution not be adopted. A sub-

stitution resolution was offered by Father Kenneth Terry "that the

clergy and laity of the Diocese request the General Convention not

to take action at this time on the ordination of women until further

consultation and study can be made with other Provinces of the

Anglican Communion, the orthodox churches and the Roman
Catholic Church.

On motion from the floor, duly passed, the entire matter having to

do with the ordination of women was tabled.

5. A resolution from the Ad Hoc Committee on the Study of the

Marriage Canons of the General Convention, reading as follows:

"Whereas:

Many clergy in the exercise of their pastoral concern and duties

toward persons seeking to be married in this church, whose pre-

vious marriages have been disolved by civil authority, have ex-

pressed a great deal of dissatisfaction with the present canons

related to this matter, particularly in the requirement of a one year
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waiting period after divorce has become final before a request

for remarriage can be considered.

"and whereas:

Our late 20th century society has given rise to a bewildering array

of different issues confronting human family relationship.

"Be it resolved, that

The one Hundred and fifty-seventh Annual Convention of the

Diocese of North Carolina memorialize The General Convention

of the Episcopal Church meeting in Louisville, Ky. in October

1973 as follows:

"1. Title I Canon 18 Sec. 2 (a)

That the following sentence be added following "at least one

year shall have elapsed from the date that the decree became

final."

Provided that for good cause the one year waiting period

may be shortened or waived by the Bishop or Ecclesiastical

Authority of the Diocese.

"2. That the Convention take into consideration that marriage

and family relationship should be primarily a pastoral rather

than a juridicial matter and that the tone and tenor of any

revised canons dealing with Holy Matrimony be such as to

aid Parish Priests to minister constructively to the variety of

situations engendered by our 20th century world."

On motion of Father Gray, duly passed, the Resolution was

adopted and the General Convention memorialized accordingly.

A Resolution presented by James C. MacLachlan, St. Timothy's

Church. Winston-Salem, provided for a combination of unit and

proportional representation at Diocesan Convention whereby each

100 Communicants, or major fraction thereof, in good standing

within a Congregation (Parish and/or Mission) should be repre-

sented by one delegate. Your Committee recommended the Resolu-

tion not be adopted.

A substitute motion by the Rev. L. Bartine Sherman, duly seconded,

that the matter be referred to Diocesan Council for study and report

to 1974 Diocesan Convention, was passed.

7. The following resolution was introduced by the Rev. Peter Lee:

"WHEREAS, The question of capital punishment is now before

the General Assembly of North Carolina, and

"WHEREAS, The 155th Convention of the Episcopal Diocese of

North Carolina, meeting in Durham, N. C, January 29 and 30,

1971, petitioned the General Assembly for immediate abolition of

capital punishment in North Carolina,

"Now, Therefore, BE IT RESOLVED that this Convention

affirms its opposition to capital punishment, calls attention of the

General Assembly to its petition, and directs the Secretary to transmit

copies of the 1971 Resolution, accompanied by this Resolution, to

the appropriate committees of the Assembly."

On motion of the Rev. Mr. Gray, duly passed, the foregoing

resolution was adopted. Note: The secretary acted as instructed in

the resolution. CFH

8. A Resolution by Sherwood H. Smith, Jr., Chairman of the AD
HOC Committee on Decision-Making in the Diocese providing for

the continuation of this AD HOC Committee to report to the 1974

Convention, and to be composed of the same, or such other, persons

as the Bishop shall deem wise. Your Committee recommended

ADOPTION. It was adopted. (The Bishop reappointed the present

constituency)

.

9. A Resolution in the report by the Committee on the Feasibility of

a Year-Round Conference Center for the Diocese of N. C. stating

that the Committee was not convinced such a Center was needed

in view of all relevant circumstances, but recommending that the

Diocese appropriate $20,000 to be used over a period of 3 years

with which to rent centrally located space for group activities as a

means of testing the validity of need and the interest of people in

such a Center. Your Committee recommended adoption of the

Resolution, but amended it to eliminate the suggested appropriation.

The Committee's amended recommendation was adopted.

10. The following Resolution, as amended, was, on motion of the Rev.

Mr. Gray, duly passed, adopted:
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"WHEREAS the Congress of the United States has passed by the

required two-thirds majority vote a proposed amendment to the

Constitution popularly known as the Equal Rights Amendment;

and

"WHEREAS this proposed amendment would prohibit both federal

and state governments from passing laws discriminating against

any person because of sex; and

"WHEREAS this proposed amendment is now being considered by

the General Assembly of the State of North Carolina; NOW
THEREFORE

BE IT RESOLVED, that the 1973 annual convention of the

Protestant Episcopal Diocese of North Carolina, assembled in

Charlotte, approve the Equal Rights Amendment and urge its

ratification by the said General Assembly; and

"BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that a copy of this resolution be

duly sent to the presiding officers of the Senate and House of

Representatives of the General Assembly of the State of North

Carolina, and to the chairmen of the appropriate Senate and

House committees."

11. On motion of the Reverend Mr. Gray, duly passed, the following

Resolution was adopted:

"Resolved, that this 157th Annual Convention of the Diocese of

North Carolina of the Protestant Episcopal Church in the United

States of America, does hereby declare that the Thompson Orphan-

age and Training Institution, a North Carolina corporation, be and

it is hereby designated as the charitable beneficiary of the trust

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REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE ON
CONSTITUTION AND CANONS

A— The following Amendment having received the concurrence of a

majority of both orders present at the 156th Annual Convention is

recommended for final adoption at this the 157th Annual Con-

vention, to wit:

"Article III, Section 3. Every Clergyman of the Church canonic-

ally connected with the Diocese, and a legal resident therein, for

six calendar months before any meeting of the Convention, either

as a Clergyman or as a Candidate for Orders, shall be entitled

to a seat and a vote in the same: Provided, That the restriction

of residence as above required, shall not apply to professors,

tutors or students in any recognized theological seminary of this

Church, or in any university or college maintained and governed

in part by the Diocese, or to any officers or members of the staff

of the National Council, or to Chaplains in the Armed Forces

of the United States."

B— The following new Canon is recommended for adoption:

Canon XXXVIII

Suffragan Bishop May Act as Ecclesiastical Authority.

In the event of the death or disability of the Bishop, or of his

extended absence from the Diocese, and if there be no Bishop

Coadjutor, the Suffragan Bishop may be placed in charge of the

Diocese and become temporarily the Ecclesiastical Authority there-

of in accordance with the provisions of the Constitution and

Canons of the General Convention.

C— The Committee on Canons presents without prejudice a proposed

Amendment to Canon XXII in the form of a new section to be

numbered Section 6:

"Section 6. Agreements Between Rector and Vestry. A priest who

hereafter is canonically elected Rector of a parish and the Vestry

that elects him may, at the time the pastoral relationship is agreed

to, enter into a written agreement specifying the term for which

the priest is to serve as rector of the parish. Not earlier than 6
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months nor later than 3 months before the termination of the

Rector's tenure, the parties may, by written instrument, renew

the relationship for a specified period of time. Subsequent renewals

may be agreed upon in the same manner. The failure of either

party to enter into an agreement to renew such a relationship at

least 3 months prior to the expiration of a specified term shall

constitute notice to the other party that the pastoral relationship

will not be renewed. This canon is enacted pursuant to the

authority contained in Section 4, of Title III, Canon 21 of the

Canons of the General Convention, but nothing herein shall be

construed as modifying or repealing existing canons governing the

termination of the pastoral relationship."

On motion from the floor, duly passed, the foregoing amendment

was adopted.

D— The Committee has received and studied a proposed Amendment

to Section 4 of Canon XXI, the effect of which would be to give

Vestries a guide and canonical authority to deal with the problem

of excessive absenteeism and inactivity of a member or members

without adequate reason or excuse.

The Committee on Constitution and Canons does not believe that

there is a general need in this Diocese at this time for such discipli-

nary action as the proposed Amendment seems to contain. Should

this need be felt to exist in a particular parish, said parish may

make the necessary provisions for dealing with it in a formally

adopted set of parish by-laws, as provided for in Section I of the

said Canon XXL Therefore, your Committee on Canons asks to be

discharged from further consideration of this matter.

A motion to that effect was adopted and the committee discharged

accordingly.

E— The Committee on Constitution and Canons has received a proposal

that Section 3 of Article IX of the Constitution of the Diocese be

re-written so as to separate voting requirements from office-holding

requirements and to provide voting rights to those deeply involved

Christians in our congregations who, for whatever reason or reasons,

are neither confirmed nor transferred.

The Committee is not persuaded that the policy of this Diocese

which restricts participation in parochial elections to communicants

of this Church in good standing should be changed. It is believed

that the present Section 3 of Article IX of our Diocesan Constitu-

tion, requiring a commitment of membership in the Episcopal

Church and in a particular parish thereof, in order to vote in

parochial elections, is good and proper, and further, that the pro-

posed Amendment is in fact a violation of the intent of Title I,

Canon 16 entitled, "Of Regulations Respecting the Laity."

Therefore, the Committee on Constitution and Canons asks to be

discharged from further consideration of this matter. A motion to

discharge the committee from further consideration was made,

seconded and passed.

REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE ON
THE ADDRESS OF THE BISHOP

Your Committee to which has been referred the Address of the

Bishop reports as follows:

We concur whole-heartedly with the major points of this address:

that we have now the opportunity to "seize this new confidence and unity

to rebuild and expand," and that to do so will require stronger and more

well-informed leadership at all levels.

We acknowledge this call to leadership as being addressed to us,

clergy and laity alike. We see also the need for continuing guidance from

the diocesan leadership. We would urge the Bishops not to refrain from

expressing their own views on issues facing us, not to tell us what we

should do, but to give us guidance and the benefit of their experience

and thought.

We would like to hear from the Bishop, at some future time, spe-

cifically as to how he thinks about some of the issues he has referred to

in his address, such as the question of the ordination of women to the

priesthood, the use of the "Green Book," and the inventory of power

which he sees as a need in the diocese.

We agree with the Bishop that honest leadership is as he has

described it: "as Christian to Christian in a loving and supportive
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manner sharing what is best for our Christian witness and proclamation

of the Gospel."

We know that the people of the Diocese will continue to give their

support to the leadership of our Bishops, in the renewed and growing

spirit of unity and confidence.

6. A copy of the current year's budget, with an indication as to whether
or not receipts and disbursements are current.

7. A copy of the proposed budget for the next year, if then available.
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8. Statement as to status of payments for the Diocesan assessment.

9. Statement as to status of acceptance and payments for the Church's

program the current and past 3 years, and of acceptance for next

year.

10. Statement as to status of current operating obligations.

11. Statement as to all other obligations than current operating ones,

including as to each: date obligation arose; purpose of obligation;

original amount; amount now owed; security given, if any; source

and schedule of repayments.

12. Statement as to total number of baptized persons and total number
of communicants in good standing.

13. The required information should be furnished the Bishop, with copy

to the President of the Standing Committee, at least one week before

the meeting of the Standing Committee at which action is desired.

*In regard to a proposed sale, a resolution of the Vestry, giving

reason and price within a specified time period, together with the

material required in items 2 and 3 above, is sufficient.

NOTE: An 'independent appraisal' for purposes of satisfying the

requirement of item #2 of this 'check-list' is an appraisal by a

person or firm not a member (or members) of or otherwise con-

nected with either or any party involved in the transaction.

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Address of the Bishop
My Brothers in Christ

—

A hearty welcome to the 158th Annual Convention of the Diocese

of North Carolina, welcome to the see city of the Diocese and welcome

to Good Shepherd Church. This parish is celebrating its 100th Anniver-

sary and tonight at the Convention dinner which we will dedicate to

Good Shepherd Church, the Right Reverend John Hines, Presiding

Bishop, will be our speaker. We look forward to that occasion to con-

gratulate the Rector, Vestry, and congregation.

First, I want to call your attention to a few matters of housekeeping.

At the Diocesan Convention in 1972 a committee was appointed by

resolution to study the decision-making processes of the diocese. There

is a report from that committee in your packet. This committee, headed

by Sherwood Smith with other very able leaders of the diocese, has

given this matter serious attention. The report deserves your close con-

sideration. It will be presented to you as a special order of business later

in the Convention.

The next item which I would like to call to your attention is the

Diocesan Grant Program which was also established at the Convention

in 1972. The success of this program has been a source of great joy to

all of us. I hope that it will be continued. I hope that when the reserves

of the diocese reach the desired level and unrestricteed trusts and any

other money become available, the income will be added to the grant

fund. This is one of the newest and most effective programs of the diocese.

A matter which I have been discussing since 1963, I would like to

submit to this Convention. It concerns quotas to mission congregations.

I propose that when the Church's Program Quota for a mission con-

gregation is larger than its diocesan aid, that that quota be reduced

and the aid removed and that congregation become self-supporting. For

example, and this is a real example, a mission congregation in 1974 will

be aided $857.50 and asked for a quota of $2,809. Why not reduce that

quota to $1,951.50 and permit the congregation to become self-support-

ing? On the other hand, when aid is greater than the quota, that aid

should be reduced by the amount of the quota and that congregation

should be called an aided congregation and not a mission. For example,
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a mission congregation in 1974 will be aided $6,177.05 and asked to

return a quota of $3,237. Why not aid that congregation $2,940.05 and

call it an aided congregation?

The present system under which we operate does not encourage mis-

sionary giving. It does not give the congregation a sense of independence

and dignity, nor does it enhance its missionary motivation. It leaves many
with the feeling, "We are just a mission and really don't count." Also,

the present system inflates the budget and increases quotas of self-

supporting congregations. If these simple changes were made, $32,789.10

could have been removed from the proposed 1974 budget.

There are those who claim that the present system teaches young

congregations to give to the mission work of the Church. I believe that

this is psychologically false. You never teach a child stewardship by

giving him 10^ and saying put this in the alms basin. That keeps him a

child in his giving habits. A child learns to give when he shares with

someone else what he himself earns.

Another matter of concern to me is the deployment of clergy. For

many years now the number of ordained Episcopal clergy has exceeded

the number of available parishes. This has affected the ministry of our

Church in many different ways, such as the growth of the non-stipendiary

ministry, the number and quality of persons who present themselves and

who are accepted for the ordained ministry, and the frequency of

opportunity for a clergyman to move. In the business world the turnover

rate of heads of major corporations is 20% a year. Clergy and congrega-

tions could benefit from a more frequent change of leadership. At

present, enough clergy are locked into their present work to create a

problem of job alienation.

I have often entertained and now pass on to you the idea of clergy,

by mutual consent and with the consent of Bishop and vestry, exchang-

ing cures. For example, two clergy know one another, they know their I

parishes, they are happy and content, and they could continue to re-

main where they are—but they have been there twelve years—and by I

mutual consent of their vestries, with the consent of the Bishop, they
j

i

arrange to exchange parishes. All of the processes of studying a parish

and sharing information could be gone through just as in calling a

clergyman in the first instance.
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Other areas of life, business and the professions, have learned of the

increased production and creativity when people have the opportunity to

change the location of their work. Why shouldn't the clergy and the

Church have the same opportunity? There should be no problem doing

this within dioceses and very little across diocesan boundaries. This is

only an idea, but I would be very willing to work with any clergy and

vestries who are interested.

And now let us turn to the Gospel of St. Matthew, the 11th Chapter,

Verses 28-29: "Come to me, all who labor and are heavy laden, and I

will give you rest. Take my yoke upon you, and learn from me; for I

am gentle and lowly in heart, and you will find rest for your souls."

The Christian church today faces a society that is tired and burdened

by problems and tragedies beyond its control, a society that is hungry

and thirsty .for that peace of soul that can come only from the love of

God and the love of our fellowman. In these verses from St. Matthew

our Lord extends an invitation and a promise to all mankind to, "Come

to me . . . and I will give you rest." The challenge of the Church is to

tell people how to accept that invitation so the promise may be fulfilled.

In the 1960's church programs were designed to manage social change

and human behavior and they were not very successful. The 1970's

demand that the Church get out of management and into living and

loving as our Lord taught us to live and to love.

We have learned that stained glass windows, new organs, and big

budget are no substitute for programs that teach us how to pray, how to

assist those in need, how to eliminate fear and prejudice, how to love

ourselves, our fellowman, our God, how to sacrifice for the benefit of the

whole, how to be honest in a dishonest society, how to face death, how
to be human, how to be a Christian.

Men, women and young people are crying out for membership in a

community where the spirit of love and brotherhood permeates their

relationship both personal and material. Jesus brought us the love. He
gave us the way, the truth and the life. The Church's program is to

announce this fact to the whole world and to teach people how.

To put it another way, the spirit of man is yearning for the spirit of

God. The spirit of man without the spirit of God can be ugly, but with
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the spirit of God the spirit of man can be beautiful. Scientists, behavior-

ists, business people, politicians, youth are saying, "Don't tell me why
I should believe, tell me how to believe." They are asking us to institute I

courses on the basics of the Christian faith—Bible, Theology, Morals,

Ethics, Prayer and Worship. They are asking us to stop giving our young

people and their parents pablum but to give them strong meat and drink

to challenge their minds, souls and pocketbooks. I wish that every con-

gregation in this diocese would institute courses on Bible Content and !

Interpretation, Doctrine, Church History, and Worship on every level of

their church school and adult education programs.

I wish that some part of every vestry meeting could be given to a

study of the structure and Constitution and Canons of the Episcopal

Church.

I am amazed at the increased religious illiteracy of Episcopalians but

encouraged by their hunger and thirst for information. And it all begins

with the Bible.

I am appalled at the mwinformatoin and the lack of information

on the part of vestrymen about the Episcopal Church. If the responsible

leadership of a parish is ill informed, there isn't much hope for the con-

gregation; but I am encouraged by the interest and the willingness of

vestries to learn.

In this branch of Christ's holy Catholic Church there are resources

of every kind to make a real change in the lives of people and com-

munities, but no change will take place until the love of God is released

and lived and the leadership of Christ is recognized.

The Episcopal Church has unique contributions to make to indi-

viduals and to the community at large, but these contributions will never

be made if we are not aware of the nature, history, teachings, and struc-

ture of the Episcopal Church.

Words and rituals and songs accomplish nothing until you put your

heart and mind and soul into them. Five dollars given and spent in love

is more powerful than $5,000 without heart or without sacrifice.

The Eucharist can be celebrated morning, noon and night and it will

only be another service for the service record book until priest and people

find in the broken bread and poured out wine the living presence of
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-or. Christ. Then that bread and wine become life givers and life savers and

provide the love and courage to go forth from the altar into the world

it with joy and peace and knowledge for the tasks at hand.

What I am really saying is that church membership is a public joke

unless we take it seriously and it makes a difference in our lives both

public and private. God has a covenant with the world and when we

are initiated into the Church we are saying that we are accepting and

want to fulfill our part of that covenant. The institutional church

promises to teach you how through the bible, prayers, sacramental wor-

ship, and discipline in daily living. Not to do these things is not to keep

our part of the divine covenant, and not to be made uncomfortable by

not doing these things is to laugh at God and make church membership

a public joke. But God is loving and compassionate. He understands

the least of us and the worst of us. His arms are eternally open and his

Son every day extends anew His invitation to come unto Him and find

rest.

These is a new spirit moving in the Church. Jesus has probably never

been more popular. There are more movements making special spiritual

claims than one can keep track of. I am not certain what it all means

except that it is a judgment on dead liturgies, dull church life, a lack of

biblical teaching and raw, secular action rather than prayer that leads

to Christian action. For those who are not given to movements and can-

not make special spiritual claims, they need to know that it is possible

to practice the Christian religion without becoming a sticky pietist crying

^Holy Spirit here and Holy Spirit there or indulging in a lot of religious

rhetoric. It is possible to have a life based solidly on God enlightened

Christ the King Center stands in the midst of East Charlotte as living

testimony that the Episcopal Church will not abandon the inter-city, but

we are determined to stay there to minister to all people the love of our

Lord Jesus Christ.

Last September, the Reverend Peter Keese succeeded the Reverend

Will Spong as Hospital Chaplain at the Duke University Medical Center.

Peter is our man on the job there. This is a ministry to all Episcopalians

who enter that facility. In addition, he serves as a Chaplain Supervisor

and a member of the teaching and healing team of the Medical Center.

We rejoice to have him in the Diocese where he will serve as a pastoral

resource for clergy and laity. Peter, please stand and let us take a good

look at you. We are glad to have you aboard.

In closing, let me say how grateful I am to God and you, brethren,

clergy and laity; and to Bishop Fraser for the joy of serving as your

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REPORT OF THE AD HOC COMMITTEE
ON DECISION MAKING

The Ad Hoc Committee on Decision Making submits this report.

It has also been submitted to the Committee on Canons for its review

and the preparation of proposed canonical amendments in the proper

form.

Our report basically concerns the structure of the Diocesan organi-

zation. It has been prepared after investigation, analysis and evaluation

of various decision-making bodies and functions in the Diocese, in re-

sponse to the Resolutions of the Diocesan Convention and pursuant to

your request for such a study.

The Committee is of the opinion that significant and necessary

improvements in the decision-making process in the Diocese may be

achieved by better coordination and exchange of information among
individuals in leadership positions with different decision-making bodies

It is felt that this coordination and communication should take place

within a strengthened and expanded Diocesan Council. The primary

responsibilities of the Diocesan Council may be summarized as program

and finance. It is anticipated that the Diocesan Council may be a more

effective organization in the present life of the Church, and that other

decision-making bodies may also be made more aware of the total pro-

gram and activities of the Diocese in making other decisions.

First, in order that the Diocesan Council may be a more effective

policy-making body in these areas and in order that other decision

making bodies may be more aware of overall Diocesan programs, it is

recommended that the composition of the Council be modified and that

Canon XVI be amended so as to effect such change.

The Diocesan Council shall consist of the following members desig-

nated as follows:

1. The Bishop of North Carolina, ex officio.

2. The Bishop Coadjutor, if any, ex officio.

3. The Bishop Suffragan of North Carolina, if any, ex officio.

4. Fifteen members elected by the Diocesan Convention, consisting,

of six clergymen and nine laymen with five members (two

13.
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clergy and three lay) being elected each year for staggered

three-year terms.

5. One representative from the Standing Committee for a term

of one year.

6. One representative from the Trustees of the Diocese for a term

of one year.

7. The President of the Episcopal Churchwomen.

8. The President of the Episcopal Laymen.

9. The President of the Diocesan Youth Commission.

10. The Chairman of the Commission on Ministry.

11. One representative from the Investment Committee for a term

of one year.

12. One representative from the North Carolina Episcopal Church

Foundation, Inc.

13. The Presidents of the Convocations.

If and when the above report, as it may be amended, is adopted by

Convention, the Chairman of the Ad Hoc Committee on Decision

king will offer the following implementing resolution:

The Division was responsible again in 1973 for the highly productive

l Every Member Canvass Training Workshop in Raleigh. It is interesting

that though many diocesan activities come and go, the importance of

this event continues to be demonstrated by the substantial annual attend-

ance. The program is largely in the hands of lay speakers and a few

clergy who have worked hard on effective stewardship programs.

As the Diocese's "information arm," the Division services media
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with news releases and with arrangements of future events. Newspapers,

television and radio continue to be our prime channels of contact with

the general public. They are responsible also for occasional special mail-

ings to wardens and Canvass Chairmen.

The Division of Racial and Urban Affairs sponsored two youth

programs during 1973, the Black Youth for Progressive Education in

Durham and the North Carolina and Community Organizational Ac-

tivity Center in Wadesboro.

The Black Youth for Progressive Education moved from simply

sponsoring workshops for youths to a full-fledged Youth Service Agency.

They offered to Durham and Durham County a job referral service

during the summer, a newsletter of interest to young people, a summer

reading program, and a summer recreation program.

This group also assisted in the "Adopt a Black Child Project" in

Durham, assisted in developing a treatment center for drug addicts, and

assisted our Division in spearheading the forming of youth groups

throughout the Diocese.

Our Division gave financial assistance to the Community Organiza-

tional Activity Center, Incorporated, to form a youth organization in

Anson County. The organization has sub-groups in 5 locations in the

County with representatives from each forming an executive committee.

They have sponsored softball and basketball teams, a creative dance

group, and programs of civic interest such as workshops for youths and

adults on voting procedures. With assistance from the State Department

of Agriculture, they have provided free lunches for 350 children a day

during the summer months.

The Director of Racial and Urban Affairs, William H. Brock, has

been actively engaged in community activities throughout the Diocese.

He conducts two radio programs, one in Raleigh and one in Sanford. He
has conducted a workshop on Mobilization of Black Churches for Com-

munity Improvement. He has continued to keep informed about activi-

ties, concepts and ideologies in his area of concern in order to be of

greater assistance to the Diocese. Members of the Division have also

attended workshops to keep themselves informed in Jackson, Mississippi,

in Washington and Atlanta.
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Mr. Brock is serving on a number of boards and committees im-

portant to his work, such as the new Communities' Committee, Churches

in Action, Ben Chavis Legal Defense Committee, Criminal Justice Task

Force, and the Southern Christian Leadership Conference.

Mr. Robert Runkle, having served for 3 years as Chairman of the

Division, working closely with Mr. Brock, regretfully has resigned since

he and his family are moving out of the Diocese. Mr. Runkle's leader-

ship has been valuable and it will be missed.

The Division of Liturgy and Worship working under the leadership

of the Reverend Robert L. Laclehoff as Chairman is important to this

Diocese, which considers worship to be central. This group works with

the Bishops and with congregations in planning special liturgical events,

such as the opening of a new building or the institution of a rector. They

are responsible under the direction of Bishop Fraser for all diocesan

services of worship, the Ordination, the services of the Diocesan Conven-

tion, and the Acolyte Festival.

Church music is a part of this Division's concern, and they have

through the year conducted workshops in several congregations. They

sponsored and conducted again the annual Children's Music Conference

for our Diocese at Kanuga, and they are presently beginning a Diocesan

Lending Library of church music for use by choirs.

The Division continues to assist in the introduction, use, and evalua-

tion of Services for Trial Use. The group has reported to the clergy

on the various liturgical actions of the 1973 General Convention, and

they have prepared mailings to the clergy about the use of trial services.

The reports and surveys taken in local congregations reflecting opinions

and feelings of church members aboutt the Trial Use Services have been

gathered by this group and forwarded to the Standing Liturgical Com-
mission of the Church.

This group is cooperating with the Liturgical Committees of the

other 4 Carolina Dioceses, with the Reverend Leo Melania, Coordinator

for Prayer Book Revision, and with the Reverend H. Barry Evans, a

liturgiologist at the College of Preachers in Washington.

The Reverend Alwin Reiners, Jr. is Chairman of the Division of

Education. This group is perhaps the one most influenced by the findings
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of the Mullen Report, and they have spent much of their time attempting

to discover how best to meet educational needs in the Diocese which

exist beyond the parochial level.

Toward this end, the Division has met with two congregations in

the Diocese to learn as much as possible about their educational programs

and needs. These congregations are St. Thomas' in Sanford and Christ

Church in Albemarle. Smaller congregations were chosen for this infor-

mation-gathering since the Division desires to be especially helpful to

these which are more typical of our Diocese than large parishes in our

larger communities.

Realizing a strong desire on the part of many congregations to im-

prove the quality of their church schools, this group sponsored Project '73

during the spring. These three Saturday workshops brought together up

to 70 teachers and Church School Superintendents from numbers of

parishes. The program was designed to help evaluate local church

schools, set effective and achievable goals and purposes, and to plan

early for the beginning of church school in the fall. The group also

sponsored in cooperation with the Church of the Holy Comforter in

Burlington a workshop for some 75 church school teachers beginning

to use the new materials published by Winston Press.

Weekend Conferences on Marriage Enrichment and Creative

Theology were beneficial for the small number of persons who attended.

These Conferences are among those which this group learned from the

Mullen Report are not likely to be as well attended in our Diocese as

are workshops.

Through this Division our Diocese is a member of the Mid-Atlantic

Training Committee, which carries on Human Relations Training,

Organization Development Training and other continuing eduaction

events for clergy and lav people. Our membership entitles us to send

delegates to these educational events at a reduced cost. Twenty persons

attended events during 1973, and our membership in this organization

will be continued in 1974.

This Division sponsored through the Reverend Frank Dunn and

Mrs. Jane Gurry, both Division members, church school training work-

shops in Charlotte. Other Division members and the Reverend William

Hethcock, Director of Program, consulted on Church School Develop-
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ment and Teacher Training with Grace Church, Lexington, St. Stephen's,

Oxford, St. Timothy's, Wilson, St. Mary's, High Point, St. Michael's,

Raleigh, and others.

Members of the Division attended conferences on working effectively

in small groups and on church school teacher training held in other

dioceses. It is hoped that ideas gathered from these events will assist in

planning similar ones in this Diocese.

The Division of Services to Congregations with the Reverend Keith

J. Reeve as Chairman, is composed of nine trained organization develop-

ment consultants who work to serve congregations of the Diocese in their

development. 'They also continue training for themselves to increase

their personal knowledge and expertise.

This Division has consulted in some way with thirty different con-

gregations in our Diocese. Their work has included vestry meetings,

assistance to calling committees in filling vacant cures, self-studies and

clergy agreement negotiations. The group meets monthly for mutual

support, continued training, and for sharing among themselves informa-

tion and ideas gathered from their individual and small team work.

The Program Task Force of this Diocese moves into 1974 with a

clearer understanding of its own purpose and goals and a determination

I
to be of even greater service to the Council. During November and

[ December some of the Divisions held meetings with Bishop Fraser and

I
Bishop Moore,, and meetings to provide closer communication between

the Bishops and the Task Force are planned for the winter and spring.

The Division Chairmen are eager to receive requests for information,

!

assistance, and consultation from clergy and lay people in the Diocese.

REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE ON THE
CHURCH PENSION FUND

The highlight of the year 1973 for the Church Pension Fund was
the acceptance by the Internal Revenue Service of the Fund's applica-

tion to permit portions of the retired clergymen's pensions to qualify as
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rental allowances. Under the ruling, a retired clergyman may now exclude

from his gross income, for federal tax purposes, a rental allowance of up

to 40% of benefits received from the Fund. This ruling should be of

great help in easing some of our retired clergymen's financial respon-

sibilities.

The Church Life Insurance Corporation and the Church Insurance

Company, both affiliates of the Pension Fund, experienced excellent

years financially, from which the Pension Fund benefits.

As of December 1, 1973, the Church Pension Fund reported grants

in force for the Diocese of North Carolina as follows:

Clergymen (9)—$32,380; Widows (22)—$44,042; Children (2)—
$1,333; Total—$77,755.

For the Church as a whole, the benefits were as follows: Retired

Clergymen (1,501)—$5,397,900; Disabled Clergy (257)—$841,152;
Widows (1,700)—$3,327,108; Children (381)—$245,352; Total (3,839)

—$9,811,512.

The Church Pension Fund Committee wishes to remind all those

responsible for the payment of Pension Fund assessments that in addition

to being required by Canon, the regular payment of assessments is a

matter of grave importance in protecting the retirement benefits of

clergymen, and it is essential that assessments be paid promptly by all

Parishes and Missions.

REPORT OF THE EPISCOPAL
LAYMEN'S ASSOCIATION

At its March 1973 annual Convention, a new slate of officers and

members were installed for the next two years. The Laymen of the

Diocese are particularly fortunate in being represented by this group of

Board members because of their dedication, spirit of inquiry, and innova-

tion, and their insistence upon relevance and meaningfulness in all phases

of their responsibilities.
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Thus, it followed that our main Convention Program was an open

end discussion between Bishops Fraser and Moore with the Laymen of

the Diocese. Frank inquiry and equally candid replies were directed at a

broad range of Diocesan and church policies and activities. We believe a

beginning was made in improving understanding, communications, and

involvement of our Diocesan leadership.

Continuing along this spirit of inquiry and communication has been

the conclusion of our program of determining how church members feel

about the church and its programs. This was carried out through the

medium of an "opinion survey of the Diocese" conducted by University

Research Associates of Chapel Hill. The end result was a detailed and

summarized report. After considerable study and consideration, the

Diocesan Council approved our recommendations;

1. The full report be considered as an attitude study which was

conducted to provide planning information for the leader-

ship of the Diocese.

2. That the Episcopal Laymen and Diocese Program Task

Force be permitted to use the summary of the report includ-

ing the finding and suggested remedies for their use in

planning out their program activities.

We are indeed indebted to Board member J. M. Davis, Jr. for his

guidance and direction during his Chairmanship of this program.

Basically, our Board has the function of serving and representing all

Episcopal Laymen and to operate for them and not independent of them.

Between the Board of Directors and the Laymen, there should be a

system of communications to permit mutual responsiveness to the needs

of each.

The task of reducing these basic concepts to practical reality through

the PLC is a challenging one and must be started. For these reasons, we
have set up a new division within our Board known as "Parish Level

Coordination." Jim Turner, on our Board, has accepted this initial

responsibility.

To a considerable extent, the congregations of the Diocese are

unaware of the work of the Church overseas. In order to bring this work

more in focus, an Overseas Missions Committee was formed by the
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Diocesan Council. We were happy to respond to Bishop Fraser's request

and appoint William D. Holloman, Jr. from our Board to serve on this

committee.

One of our great privileges, is the collection of Episcopal Thank

Offering and their disbursement to worthwhile projects throughout the

Church. Purdie Anders has, as previously, energetically led this program.

Through his committee and in consultation with the Bishop, these funds

will be disbursed late in 1973.

Our next annual Convention, March 3, 1974 will be held at Saint

Augustine's College. We look forward to another stimulating and mean-

ingful meeting.

REPORT OF THE EPISCOPAL CHURCHWOMEN
1973

A look around us in the Diocese of North Carolina will tell of a

change to some of our structures over the past five or six years. Many
women are now serving on vestries and as delegates to the diocesan

convention. Two women were elected as deputies to the 64th General

Convention in Louisville. The Chairman of the Department of Finance

for the diocese is a woman, and a number of others have been elected to

the Diocesan Council and to other diocesan boards.

In spite of this change in political structure for women the organiza-

tion of Episcopal Churchwomen remains strong and valid in this diocese.

There are many women who could not serve on vestries, boards, and

councils who find great joy in responding to their Lord through the

program of the Episcopal Churchwomen.

There are about ninety-five organized groups of Episcopal Church-

women in this diocese. Some have an elaborate structure, others are

simply organized. All respond to the purpose of our organization which

is to provide additional opportunities for worship, study, fellowship,

stewardship and service within the framework of the total program of

the Church.
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Through our program of Retreats, Quiet Days, and Conferences we

are able to add to the worship and study life of many women in the

diocese.

The response of the Episcopal Churchwomen through their steward-

ship is impressive and remarkable. The reported giving of the Church-

women last year was over $86,000. This was given through their pledging

to the Episcopal Churchwomen's diocesan budget $21,000, to the United

Thank Offering $31,233.18, and to our institutions, foreign and domestic

missions, and many community programs additional gifts of over $30,000

earned through food sales, thrift shops, bazaars and other projects.

The ways in which the women respond in service underscores their

understanding of mission. Not only are they busy within their parishes

teaching church school, serving on the altar guild, and working in the

kitchen, but they are also involved in many projects in and for their

communities. Service in kindergarten, day care centers, tutorial programs,

Red Cross, Mental Health Associations, and numerous others are sup-

ported by and in many cases lead by episcopal churchwomen.

If you ask Episcopal Churchowmen what is the most important

thing about their organization the answer would be fellowship. Wor-

shipping together, studying together, working together, caring together,

add up to the community of love, which is what we are all working for.

The Episcopal Churchwomen will continue to strive for a creative

ministry in the Diocese of North Carolina. They wish to be taken seriously.

REPORT ON 41ST SNYOD OF THE
FOURTH PROVINCE

The 41st Synod of the 4th ("Sewanee") Province met at Kanuga,

June 20-22, 1973. Following Evening Prayer and opening business con-

ducted by Bishop George Murray, President, a film by the General Con-

vention Youth Program showed some of its work in Appalachia. Mrs.

Clarence Ellis, Provincial Representative on the U.T.O. Committee re-

ported grants of interest to the Province. The Association for Christian
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Training and Services ("ACTS") is composed of representatives from

16 Southeastern denominations. Its purpose is to orient and train for

mission in the city, to research training in rural areas, and to consult

and plan with Church leaders for developmental skills. A detailed report

of its work in all 18 Dioceses of the Province provided justification for

the large financial support it received in the Provincial Budget.

As Synod was composed mostly of Deputies to Gen. Convention, a

5-member Exec. Council team presented the 1974-76 Program & Budget

of the Episcopal Church, lated adopted at Louisville, and explained the

new method of estabilshing Diocesan apportionments.

One of the four women Deacons of the Episcopal Church attending

Synod, the Rev. Julia Sibley, requested and received permission to pre-

sent the case for Ordination of Women to the Priesthood. A lady from

the Diocese of Lexington spoke in distinct opposition. A memorial was

passed requesting Gen. Convention to liberalize the Marriage canon. A
concern for unwanted theological changes in Services for Trial Use was

voiced. The Committee on Equal Opportunities' report recommended a

full time Black clergyman as Program Director, together with suppler

mentary supporting provisions, at a cost of $26,000; it was adopted.

The Rev. Stewart Matthews and Mrs. Chas. Ellis, incumbents, were

re-elected as Representatives to the Exec. Council and UTO, respectively.

A 1974 Synod Budget of $50,000 was adopted; all but 5,000 to come

from the 18 Dioceses. Other motions passed included requesting Gen.

Conv. : ( 1 ) to take no action affecting the Seminaries without consulting

the Conference of Seminary Deans; and (2) to place the G.C.Y.P. under

the G.C.S.P. guidelines.

REPORT OF THE STUDY COMMITTEE
ON

THE NORTH CAROLINA COUNCIL OF CHURCHES

This Committee has used material from a number of sources in

gathering data from our report on the North Carolina Council of

Churches. Members of the Committee have conferred and corresponded

with the Reverend S. Collins Kilburn, Director of the Office of Social

Ministries, Dr. Samuel Wiley, Executive Director of the Council, Mrs.

\< Sherman Wheeler, President of the Raleigh Churchwomen United, the

Right Reverend Thomas A. Fraser, Bishop of North Carolina, and lay

people. The Committee has met in executive session three times to pool

ideas and to make a final report. As background material we have used:

the annual report of the North Carolina Council of Churches for 1972-73,

report on migrant ministries project, Constitution and Bylaws of the

Council, issues of the periodical Raleigh Report, North Carolina Council

of Churches brochure entitled "What It Is—What It Does," the Report

on Religion in Appalachia (CORA), and other publications and material.

The Committee feels that the North Carolina Council of Churches

has a great deal about it that is good. We found from examining its

preamble and purpose statement that these serve as a sound basis for

the work which the Council carries on. A copy of these is included in

this report.

The Council budgets its financial resources so that approximately

half goes to the Commissions on Christian Nurture and Christian Unity

and half to the General Commission and the Commission on Social

Ministries.

The Commission on Christian Nurture is organized into subcom-

mittees whose activities include: seminars on child care, chartering

youth hostels, promoting God and Country Awards for Girl Scouts,

training chaplains for Boy Scout camps, continuing education for clergy

and lay persons in family life counseling, and related areas.

The Commission on Christian Unity plans pilot conferences on faith

and order dealing with polarization in church and community. The
Commission gives assistance in the formation and strengthening of local

ecumenical structures for ministries in study and joint action.

The Commission on Social Ministries is organized into subcom-

mittees with various concerns. The Committee on Criminal Justice and

Penal Reform helps to sensitize and mobilize church people to the cause

of humanizing the correctional system by setting up workshops in various

sections of the State. The Committee encourages and assists groups who
are interested in criminal justice issues and assists those groups in minis-

tries to prison inmates. The Committee on Public Assistance and Welfare

Reform provides workshops in various sections of the State to develop an
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awareness of the needs of the poor and to spread understanding about

the nature of the welfare system. The Director of Social Ministries, Mr.

Kilburn, works in behalf of the Committee on Government and Legisla-

tion in direct contact with the North Carolina General Assembly. He
keeps members of the Council informed of happenings in the many areas

of social reform through the Raleigh Report, which is published fairly

regularly during legislative sessions. A copy is enclosed with this report.

The Committee on Church and Community Seminar joins North

Carolina State University to sponsor annually a seminar exploring con-

temporary social issues. The Commission on Religion in Appalachia

operates a task force on Social, Economic and Political Issues and the

Appalachian Development Fund which support 29 North Carolina

Councils. Staff support from NCCC is given this function.

Several items are included in the work of the General Commission.

The Churchwomen United in North Carolina contributed a new vehicle

for use in the migrant ministry of North Carolina. In 1972, these women
contributed $2,099.84 to provide a spiritual ministry in some of the

migrant camps. They sponsored 125 World Day of Prayer Services.

Under their sponsorship some 250 girls have been able to go to Job

Corps. They have gfven aid, comfort and love in helping to improve the

status of older persons in the State.

Also under the sponsorship of the General Commission is the Con-

ference on the Charismatic Movement, sponsored jointly by the Council

and by the Duke Divinity School on November 27, 1973. Bishop Moore

was Chairman of the Planning Committee. The Commission sponsors the

Church Council Bulletin, printed 4 times annually as an ecumenical

news sheet, the Church World Clothing Appeal, through which 50 tons

of clothing and blankets went from North Carolina in 1973 for overseas

disaster relief, the migrant ministry project, just recently funded under

Title III-B of the Economic Opportunity Act. The Council works

closely with this latter project, and it recently awarded funds for provid-

ing a spiritual ministry to migrants in Hendersonville, Morehead City,

Elizabeth City, and Rocky Mount. The Council helps to determine the

types of programs to be implemented.

There are 39 judacatories, or denominational governing units, rep-

resenting more than 600 congregations, in the North Carolina Council of
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Churches. This includes approximately I/3 million communicant mem-

bers.

The budget for 1972-73 was $54,408 of which $44,024 came from

member bodies. The Council asks that each judicatory contribute 1/10

of 1 percent of its current expenses not including capital building funds.

In 1972-73 very few judicatories accepted the full quota, but many paid

a substantial amount. Since the Council is mainly funded from member

church bodies, its program is directly affected by the amount paid by

these members. The following list indicates by way of example the asked,

accepted, and paid amounts for several judicatories:

The North Carolina Council of Churches was organized on May 21,

1935. Bishop Penick was President in 1941-43 and Bishop Baker in

1956-58. The Council provides a meeting ground for members of differ-

ent races as well as different religious backgrounds. It provides support

for Christian education, Christian Unity, Christian social relations,

Churchwomen United, Migrant ministry, church world clothing appeal,

and other concerns. Conversely, since the membership includes a variety

of denominations, there are often conflicts of personality, liturgical con-

cerns, and procedural ideas. For example, in order to act and work

effectively in the North Carolina Legislature, the Reverend S. Collins

Kilburn, Director of Social Ministries for the Council, is registered as an

official lobbist. Even though Mr. Kilburn accomplishes enormous tasks,

mnay are offended by his title of "lobbist."

Our Committee strongly endorses the North Carolina Council of

Churches, and we recommend that the Episcopal Diocese of North Caro-

lina continue in its membership for the coming year. We further recom-
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mend that the Diocese contribute to the Council an amount based on

1/10 of 1 percent of our current expenses and benevolences, not includ-

ing capital building funds, for 1973.

PREAMBLE

The North Carolina Council of Churches welcomes to its member-

ship all those communions that accept Jesus Christ as the incarnate Son

of God and Saviour of the world, and that sincerely purpose to bear

ecumenical witness to Him through the medium of the Council.

ARTICLE II— Purpose

The purposes of the Council shall be:

1. To manifest the common spirit and purpose of the cooperating

communions in carrying out their mission in the state, the nation,

and the world.

2. To do for the constituent communions such cooperative work

as may be carried on in their behalf through the Council.

3. To encourage fellowship and mutual counsel concerning the

spiritual life and activities of the communions.

4. To study the religious needs of the state of North Carolina and

devise plans to meet these needs.

5. To encourage the study of the Bible and to assist in the spread

of the Christian faith.

6. To promote cooperation among local churches and to further in

cities, counties, and trade areas the development of interdenomi-
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national territorial units in agreement with the Preamble of this

Constitution.

To maintain fellowship and cooperation with other councils of

churches throughout the nation and the world that are, by

action of their highest constitutional authorities, in agreement

with the Preamble of this Constitution.

REPORT OF THE FRANCIS J. MURDOCH
MEMORIAL SOCIETY

The Murdoch Memorial Society is established by Canon XVII of

the Canons of the Diocese of North Carolina to administer a trust set

up by the late Margaret Murdoch in memory of her brother, the Rev.

Francis J. Murdoch. The income from the trust is used to assist semi-

narians of this Diocese in financing their theological education. This

assistance is in the form of a loan, usually cancelled upon ordination.

During the course of 1973 no loans were made. Currently there are

no candidates for the ministry at seminary from this Diocese. When
three men were ordained to the Diaconate last June they received the

congratulations of the Society and its notice that the loans made to

them (totalling $3,445) had been officially cancelled.

The principal of the Murdoch Trust is 1686 shares of the Diocesan

Control Fund. These shares had a market value of $29,565 as of Sep-

tember 30, 1973. They produce about $1,200 income annually available

for distribution.

Undistributed income as of December 1, 1973 stands at $1,571.

REPORT OF THE THOMPSON ORPHANAGE
(Commonly known as the Episcopal Child Care Services

of North Carolina)

In 1973 the Episcopal Child Care Services, through its three divi

sions, Thompson Children's Home, Group Homes, and Family Foste

Homes, cared for an average of 90 children per day and nearly 120 ove

the course of the year. As you are aware, most of our children come fror

homes torn apart by divorces, separations, desertion, alcoholism, dru

addiction, and mental illness. Many of these children bring with thei

the scars and the problems of their tragic family lives. More and mor

of the request for services are for children whose problems are too gres

for regular children's home care. It is estimated that in North Carolin

there are over 5,000 children whose emotional or behavioral problen

require treatment outside of their own homes. At the same time, facilitit

especially developed for the treatment of emotionally disturbed childre

exist for less than 100 children. In response, the Episcopal Child Ca;

Services has placed a greater emphasis this year on meeting the needs

a small number of children having special emotional and behavior

problems. ECCS, having a highly professional and exceptionally skilk
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child care staff, has found itself in a unique position of leadership among

Child-caring agencies. Each of the three Child Care Divisions of ECCS
has already made significant en-roads in the care of children with special

needs.

Thompson Children's Home Division, under the leadership of

John Powell, has developed treatment facilities for 15 children on

its campus. Treatment services now include: the newly established

treatment cottage named by the Board of Managers as the Bishop

Wright Cottage, a Special Education Program which includes a

small campus school under the authority of the Mecklenburg County

Board of Education, and special tutorial help available to all chil-

dren. A special school liaison worker plans with the principal of each

school and the teachers of each child in developing an individualized

program of educational help. The overall goal of Thompson Chil-

dren's Home is to become a total therapeutic community in which

each child can live and grow in a new awareness of himself and

his God-given potentials. The Duke Endowment, recognizing the

agency's potential, has made a grant of $75,000 to enable this new

work to begin.

The Division of Group Homes, under the direction of Wade
Bunting, has opened and begun work in its fourth group home. The
new home is located in Greensboro. This home is primarily desig-

nated for work with pre-delinquent boys and girls, using Behavioral

Modification techniques of positive motivation and positive self-

identification and awareness. The Law Enforcement Administration

Act, known as LEAA, has made a $75,000 Grant for the initiation

of this program. It is hoped that children who have consistently

failed in everything they have tried and who have developed a very

bad image of themselves may experience some success in their lives

and a new feeling of self-worth.

The Division of Planning with Families and Children, under

the direction of Mary Wunder, is responsible for all Family Foster

Homes. During the past year this division has developed several

specialized foster homes for emotionally disturbed children who
cannot use a group-living experience. Specialized foster homes re-

quire highly skilled and sophisticated foster parents and a great

amount of professional supervision. These parents must have the
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ability to work cooperatively with a variety of community servic

agencies as well as the agency's own caseworker, who is responsible

for the supervision of the home.

This is indeed challenging work! We believe that the best place t

care for children who have special needs is with other children whos

needs are not as great so that there can be a natural pull to help. Thi

natural, healthy living environment is undergirded with the very best ii

psychiatric, psychological and social work-services.

Naturally this quality of care is more expensive than the simpl

maintenance of food, clothing and shelter. However, ECCS is provin

that the cost of caring for children and families burdened with seriou

problems need not be prohibitive—that there can be a chance for chil

dren who have come through extremely traumatic and damaging lif

situations. There is a challenge here, of course, for the church. But, mor

than a challenge, there is an opportunity. This year, we face a sub

stantial deficit. If we were a part of a social club or some fraternal ordei

we would have reason to be frightened; but we are not a social clu

and we are not a fraternal order. We are part of an army, an army c

Christians, with Christ at our head. If this program be truly the will c

God (as we believe it is) and if we all do our God-given best, the Churc

will undoubtedly rise to this pressing need.

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REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE ON
CONSTITUTION AND CANONS

AMENDMENTS TO CANON XVI

The Committee on Constitution and Canons recommends that

Sections 1, 2, 4, and 5 of Canon XVI be amended as follows:

a—That sections 1 and 2 be rewritten to read as follows:

Section 1. There shall be a Council of the Church in the Diocese,

known as the Diocesan Council, consisting of the Bishop; the Bishop

Coadjutor and the Suffragan Bishop, if there be such; six (6) Clergy-

men and nine (9) Lay Persons to be elected by the Convention; the

President of the Episcopal Churchwomen: the President of the

Episcopal Laymen; one representative from each of the following, to

be chosen by the membership thereof: Standing Committee, Trustees

of the Diocese, North Carolina Episcopal Church Foundation, Inc.,

Diocesan Youth Commission and the Investment Committee; the

Chairman of the Commission on Ministry; and the President of each

Convocation, (adopted on first reading by a two-thirds majority vote).

Section 2. Ex-officio members of the Diocesan Council shall

serve for terms coterminous with the terms of their respective offices.

The Convention shall annually elect two (2) Clergymen and three

(3) Lay Persons as members of the Diocesan Council, whose terms of

office shall be for three years, and who shall not be eligible for re-

election until a period of two (2) years shall have elapsed. All other

members of the Council shall serve for a one-year term and shall be

eligible for re-election by the body they represent. The terms of office

of all elected members, either for a regular term, or to fill an unex-

pired term, shall begin upon adjournment of the Convention at which

such election occurs. (Adopted on second reading)

b—The Committee on Constitution and Canons recommends that para-

graph one of Section 4 be rewritten to read as follows:

Paragraph one: "The Bishop of the Diocese shall be Chairman,

and the Bishop Coadjutor or, in the absence of a Bishop Coadjutor,

the Suffragan Bishop shall be Vice-Chairman of the Diocesan Coun-

cil. The Diocesan Council shall have the power to fill vacancies in its
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elected membership until the next annual meeting of the Convention."

(Adopted on second reading after a substitute motion to use the term,

"Chairperson" instead of "Chairman" had been defeated)

c—The Committee on Constitution and Canons recommends that para-

graph two of section 5 of Canon XVI be rewritten to read as follows

:

Paragraph two: "The Bishop shall appoint a Chairman of each

Department and Division of the Diocesan Council. If the appoint-

ment is made from outside the membership of the Council, such

appointment shall be approved by the Council. An appointee from

outside the membership of the Council may have a seat thereon, but

no vote. (Adopted on second reading).

AMENDMENT TO CANON XXX

The Committee on Constitution and Canons recommends that Sec-

tion 1 of Canon XXX entitled "Diocesan Commission on Ministry" be

amended to read as follows:

Section 1. There shall be a Commission on Ministry of fifteen

(15) members from among the Clergy and Lay Persons canonically

resident in this Diocese, appointed by the Bishop and confirmed by

the Annual Convention, whose term of office shall be for three years

or until their successors are duly appointed and confirmed. Vacancies

occurring between Conventions may be filled until the next Annual

Convention by appointment of the Bishop and confirmation by the

Standing Committee. At the Annual Convention of 1974 five (5)

members shall be appointed to serve for three years, five (5) for two

years, and five (5) for one year. Thereafter five (5) members of the

Commission shall be appointed at each Annual Convention to serve

for three years. (Adopted on second reading)

PROPOSED AMENDMENTS TO CANON XXXIV

The Committee on Constitution and Canons recommends

a—That Section 2 of Canon XXXIV be rewritten to read as follows:

Section 2. The President of each Convocation shall be elected

from among the active clergymen canonically and legally resident
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therein in accordance with the provisions of section 4 of this Canon.

He shall hold office for a term of three years, or until his successor

is elected, and shall be eligible for re-election. Should a Convocation

fail to elect a President as aforesaid, then the Bishop of the Diocese

shall appoint a President to serve until an election is held, (adopted

on second reading)

b—That the last sentence of section 3 be deleted and the following in-

serted in its place:

Meetings of the Convocation shall be called by the President or

by the Bishop of the Diocese. The Bishop of the Diocese shall be given

notice not less than ten (10) days in advance of the time, place, and

purpose of each meeting called by the President.

c—That the last sentence of section 4 be deleted and the following in-

serted in lieu thereof:

ii

Whenever a meeting of the Convocation is called, the number

and nature of the lay delegation shall be suggested to the parishes

and missions by the President, or by the Bishop if he shall have called

the meeting. A meeting at which a President is to be elected shall be

composed of the active clergyman canonically connected with the

Diocese and residing and serving in the Convocation, the Senior and

Junior Warden of each parish and of each Organized Mission therein. '

[(

The presence of a majority in each order shall be necessary to con-

stitute a quorum at any Convocation meeting at which a President

is to be elected. A simple majority of those present and entitled to

vote shall be necessary to an election. (Adopted on second reading

following affirmative action on a substitute motion giving Organized

Missions the same vote as parishes in this regard)

The Committee is aware of the need for a general study and up-

dating of our Constitution and Canons before a new edition is published.

We recommend that the 158th Annual Convention take note of this fact.

We believe the Canonical Committee on Constitution and Canons has

the authority to do this on its own initiative and, unless directed other-
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wise by this Annual Convention, will begin this work during the coming

year.

REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE ON INSTITUTIONS

The Committee on Institutions has received and reviewed the

reports which have been submitted to the Convention from the following

institutions: The Episcopal Child Care Services, The Terraces, The
Home for the Ageing, The University of the South, St. Mary's College,

St. Augustine's College, and Kanuga Conferences, Inc. In almost all
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respects the summary reports published in the pre-convention issue of

the Churchman seem accurate reflections of the more complete reports

we have received and reviewed, and which will be published in the

Journal.

SPECIFIC COMMENTS:

In the report from the Episcopal Child Care Services the Committee

notes with interest the offering of increasingly diverse programs of

specialized care and treatment that are individually appropriate for a

daily population averaging 90 children and comprising 120 different

children during 1973. We are apprehensive about the "substantial deficit"

projected for 1974. We felt that this reference is vague and causes us to

want to hear more about it, and about the specific plans the Board has

to overcome it.

The Terraces, our conference retreat facility in Southern Pines,

which serves groups up to 22 persons overnight, is completely dependent

on the fees of its users and the small subsidizing item in the Diocesan

budget for its operation and maintenance. The Committee notes with

regret the 1973 decline in use of this conveniently-located and economical

facility, but heartily endorses the anticipation, expressed in the report,

that this trerid shall be reversed this year.

The Committee notes with enthusiasm that the Bishop Penick

Memorial Home for the Ageing in Southern Pines is now serving 61

persons without an operating deficit and has begun Phase I of its expan-

sion program without undertaking an untimely campaign for capital

funds. Our hats are off to the creative planning and management by its

Board of Trustees and Executive Director that have made this faithful

performance possible through:

1. the conversion of single skilled nursing rooms to semi-private use,

and

2. admission policies encouraging capital contributions from appli-

cants possessing such resources, but not at the expense of other

applicants, many of whom have more limited means which are

supplemented by the Home to meet the $300 monthly fee.

We would be most encouraged, however, when all members of the Dio-
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cesan family, regardless of race, are represented in the Bishop Penick

Memorial Home.

In the report of the University of the South the Committee notes

with interest the candid recommendation of the University's Self-study

committee which, in addition to calling for a complete revamping of the

committee structure of the Trustees, seems to clarify what, by the Uni-

versity, is expected of an effective Trustee: That he pay more attention

to the communications he receives from the University's Board of Regents,

and that he be a promoter of what he hears. Whether or not this Con-

vention is being asked to place those we elect to the Board in an un-

tenable position of mediating merely one-way communications remains

to be seen, while this Convention, as an "owning Diocese" can at least

appreciate the candor of this report.

In the report of St. Mary's College the committee notes with con-

cern that its "Decade of Renewal" campaign for $7.5 million in capital

funds, begun in 1969, is behind schedule, having produced only $2 million

so far, and that the college is having to operate on an extremely tight

budget. Last year no increases could be made to faculty or staff salaries.

Furthermore, to cover an indebtedness of $2,800,000 only $750,000 has

been pledged so far, thereby confronting its Board with the decision of

adding the high expense of long term debt financing to its already tight

operating budget. The Committee is encouraged to note the good re-

sponse from 22 congregations of this Diocese to the urgent financial

appeals of St. Mary's, which stands in contrast to the negligible responses

from congregations of the other four Carolina Dioceses.

The Committee further notes an innaccuracy in the Report, how-

ever, of which this Convention should be aware. This Diocese does not

"own" St. Mary's, nor does any diocese. In 1968 the Diocese of North

Carolina ceased to be an "owning diocese" of St. Mary's College, in

any sense except for sharing a possible contingent interest with the other

Carolina dioceses, should the College property cease to be used for a

college. Resulting from an amendment to its corporate Charter in 1968

(reported in the 1968 Journal of the Convention of this Diocese) the

power to make by-laws and exercise all executive authority and control

of the corporation is vested in St. Mary's Board of Trustees. This Board

was effectively re-constituted at that time into a self-perpetuating body,
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except for a minority representation from the five formerly "owning

Dioceses" and Alumnae Association.

In the report of St. Augustine's College the Committee notes with

interest that 88% of its current 1,488 enrolled students receive some form

of financial aid, that most of its students come from families whose

annual incomes do not exceed $6,000, and that 75% of the enrollment

are first generation college students. We agree that this deliberate policy

of recruitment responds sensitively and creatively to a largely untapped

and unsought potential for good without our society. We encourage the

increased support from the resources of our Diocesan family to this

necessary enterprise, and we applaud the Trustees and Administration of

St. Augustine's for this approach. We further rejoice in the success that

the 10-year capital funds campaign, begun in 1969, is demonstrating in

moving on schedule toward its goal of $30 million.

The Committee notes with pleasure that Kanuga has experienced

an 8% increase in "guest days" of attendance in 1973 and managed to

retain its modest rates through 1973, in spite of the 25% increase it is

experiencing in food and maintenance costs. We further note the momen-
tum that continues both in physical and creative program development

at this regionally year-round conference facility in Hendersonville, N. C.

GENERAL COMMENT:

Because appeals for needed financial support from this Diocese are

included in several of these reports and implied in the rest it seems good

to this Committee to recall and reaffirm the pattern of response to such

appeals that the Diocese has found to be most appropriate and practical

during the past several years. This pattern has been to encourage the

congregation and members of the Diocese to determine their own re-

sponses to the appeals that are addressed to them, instead of depending

on a Diocesan response in the form of relatively insignificant grants

included in the Diocesan Program Budget. The Committee notes with

pleasure that certain institutions seem clearly aware of this pattern and

are explicitly addressing their appeals for financial support to the congre-

gations and individual members of this Diocese in these reports to the

Convention.
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We urge an even more positive and practical form of encouragement

I'vhich can be initiated from the congregations of the Diocese; namely,

nviting representatives of these institutions to appear before vestries

ind other decision-making groups who share in concerns for outreach

rograms and who have power to recommend financial allocations of

he resources of the congregation. Some congregations are making sys-

smatic efforts to become better acquainted with the current needs and

rograms of all the institutions covered by this report, with a view to

laking far more informed and enthusiastic commitments locally than

ould be possible otherwise. We heartily endorse this model of local

:ewardship to meet the urgent needs of these institutions.

It appears to us to

be psychologically supportive, promising a more direct responsible and

realistic way of making the budget process more fiscally sound.

The Deployment of the Clergy

The Committee heard with interest and concern the Bishop's pro-

posal which involves the Clergy, Bishop, Vestries and pastoral relation-

ships. The Committee agrees that where this practice is feasible, practical

and deserved it is commendable.

We note that this has been tried in several other Dioceses and we

recommend that the North Carolina Episcopal Clergy Association study

the feasibility of this proposal and report at the next meeting of this Con-

vention. It is also recommended that interested Vestries and Clergy give

this proposal further study this year.

The Bishop has strongly expressed the feeling that we are in need of

returning to the basic teachings of the Church to undergird our own faith

with a renewed depth of love that will enable us to fulfill our part of the

Covenant God has made with His world. Church membership means

nothing if it does not change your life.

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that every parish and mission

be asked to take seriously the recommendations the Bishop has made and

to offer our people the basis of the Christian Faith through a study of

the "Bible, Theology, Morals, Ethics, Prayer and Worship."

11. Statement as to all other obligations than current operating ones,

including as to each: date obligation arose; purpose of obligation;

13. The required information should be furnished the Bishop, with copy

to the President of the Standing Committee, at least one week before

the meeting of the Standing Committee at which action is desired.

FIRST DAY— FRIDAY

The 159th Annual Convention of the Episcopal Diocese of North

Carolina convened in the Benton Convention Center, Winston-Salem,

North Carolina, on Friday, January 31, 1975, beginning with the celebra-

tion of the Holy Communion at 10:00 A.M. The Bishop of the Diocese,

the Right Reverend Thomas Augustus Fraser, D.D., S.T.D., delivered

his annual address at this service, which also included the Institution

of the Archdeacon and Canon to the Ordinary, the Venerable Robert

N. Davis, and the five Convocation Deacons—the Rev. Messrs. Thomas
E. Bollinger, R. Martin Caldwell, Jr., John R. Campbell, John A. Gray,

and L. Bartine Sherman—each dean to serve for a three-year term or

until his successor shall have been elected or appointed. The Suffragan

Bishop, the Right Reverend William Moultrie Moore, Jr., D.D., S.T.D.,

was the celebrant at the Eucharist. Other clergy participating in the

service were the Rev. Carl F. Herman, Secretary of the Diocese, and

the Rev. Messrs. David R. Fargo, Charles A. Taylor, Jr., and Merrill C:

Miller, Jr. The Epistle was read by Mrs. Eric G. Flannagan, Jr., Presi-

dent of the Episcopal Churchwomen of the Diocese. The four Episcopal

congregations of Winston-Salem were host for this Convention.

The first business session was called to order by the Bishop at 1 1 : 30

A.M. The presence of a constitutional quorum in both orders was certi-

fied by the Rev. Carl F. Herman, who, on motion duly passed, was re-

elected Secretary of the Diocese. The Rev. Philip Byrum's appointment

as Assistant Secretary of the Convention was confirmed.

The Bishop nominated Judge James G. Exum, Jr., as Parliamen-

tarian and, on motion duly passed, the nomination was confirmed.

The General Chairman of the Winston-Salem Convention Com-
mittee, Mr. Joel A. Weston, Jr., welcomed the delegates and made an-

nouncements concerning arrangements and preparations that had been

made for the comfort and convenience of those in attendance of the

sessions of this Convention.

On motion of the Rev. John R. Campbell, rector of St. Timothy's
Parish, Winston-Salem, the Convention Schedule as contained in the

"159th Diocesan Convention" booklet was adopted.

The first report of the Committee on Credentials was presented by
its Chairman, the Rev. Carlton O. Morales. On his motion, duly passed,

Mr. Watson Sherrod was approved as an alternate delegate in place of
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Mr. Ernest Ross from the Church of the Advent, Enfield; Mrs. Ruth K.
Beckom as an alternate delegate from St. Paul's Church, Salisbury; Mrs.

James deMasi as a delegate from St. John's Church, Charlotte, in place

of Mr. Warren Owen; and Mrs. R. W. Carroll as a delegate from St.

Mary's Church, Eden, in place of Mr. Charles Roberson.

On motion of the Rev. John R. Campbell, Chairman of the Com-
mittee on Dispatch of Business, duly passed, the following special orders

of business were adopted:

2. Balloting for Standing Committee election at 2:30 P.M. on

Friday, January 31st.

5. Second report of the Committee on Constitution and Canons

immediately after completion of action on the 1975 Budgets.

The Rev. John R. Campbell, Chairman of the Committee on Dis-

patch of Business, reported that an invitation to hold the 160th Annual

Convention in a new Convention Center in High Point has been re-

ceived from St. Mary's Parish of that city. On the Rev. Mr. Campbell's

motion, duly passed, the invitation of St. Mary's Church, High Point,

was accepted, the dates to be January 30 and 31, 1976.

Resolutions were called for and referred to the Convention Com-
mittee on Resolutions.

The first ballot in the election of members of the Standing Com-
mittee was taken.

A motion to have the Convention take recess in order to hear from

those nominated to be Deputies to General Convention was defeated.

The report of the Treasurer of the Diocese was presented by Mr.
Michael Schenck III (see page 163).

In regard to the election of members of the Diocesan Council,

the Secretary of the Diocese moved that of those elected in the clerical

order, the two receiving the highest number of votes be declared elected

for three-year terms and the one receiving the next or third highest num-
ber of votes be declared elected for a two-year term. The motion was
seconded and passed and the first ballot in this election, as well as that

for Trustee of the University of the South, was taken.

Mr. A. L. Purrington, Jr., moved that the rules be suspended for

the purpose of allowing reconsideration of a previous action of the
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Convention and to permit the delegates thereof to ask questions of the

nominees to be Deputies to the General Convention. The motion was
seconded and passed by a vote of 246 to 101.

Mr. Purrington then moved that the previous action permitting

balloting for General Convention Deputies that afternoon, January 31,

1975, be reconsidered and that the time for such balloting to begin be

fixed as 9:00 A.M. on Saturday, February 1, 1975. The motion was
seconded and passed by a vote of 243 to 100.

The Committee on Elections reported that on the first ballot the

Rev. Keith J. Reeve and Mrs. W. Clary Holt had been elected to the

Standing Committee. A second ballot was taken, the election in the

clerical order being incomplete.

The Secretary of the Diocese informed the Convention that there

had been only one person nominated as Trustee of the Diocese. He
therefore moved that the rules be suspended and that Mr. Joseph B.

Cheshire, Jr. be elected a Trustee of the Diocese for a three-year term.

The motion was seconded and passed and Mr. Cheshire declared

elected accordingly. Mr. Herman also informed the Convention that it

needed to elect at this time 10 members of the Board of Directors of

the Episcopal Home for the Ageing, Inc., and that only 10 persons had

been nominated. He moved that in view of these facts the rules be

suspended and that the ten persons nominated be elected for terms of

three years each. The motion was seconded and passed and those whose

names appear on page 9 of this Journal, class of 1978, were declared

elected.

Mr. Summerell

moved the adoption of the proposed Episcopal Maintenance Budget in

the amount of $240,419. The motion was seconded and, after inquiry

as to employment of members of minority races at Diocesan Head-

quarters and some conversation pertaining thereto, adopted. (See page

166).

Mr. Ralph Campbell, a delegate from St. Ambrose Church, Ra-

leigh, moved "that the Diocesan Council adopt an affirmative action

plan for employment of minorities in all positions in the Diocesan Head-

quarters under provisions of the 1964 Civil Rights Act and Amendments
to said Act of 1972." The motion was seconded.

The Rev. Harmon Smith, Ph.D., offered the following substitute

motion which was duly passed:

"That this Convention instruct the Diocesan Council to formulate,

adopt, and implement a plan of affirmative action with respect to the

employment of minority personnel by the Diocese."

Mr. Summerell presented the proposed Church's Program Budget

for 1975 in the amount of $523,351, and moved its adoption. The mo-
tion was seconded.

The Rev. James T. Prevatt, Jr., moved an amendment to Mr.
SummerelPs motion, as follows:

"That the National Church Program for 1975 be paid in the full

amount asked of $194,668 and that the resultant deficit of $42,900 be

paid from available funds according to the discretion of the Diocesan

Council at whatever time of the calendar year 1975 is most convenient

to the Treasurer." The motion was seconded and defeated (110 yes;

213 no).

Mr. Wiley J. Long, Jr., moved an amendment to Mr. SummerelPs
motion—to the effect that the Diocese make a gift of $50,000 to St.

Mary's College, Raleigh, from the Church's Program Reserve Fund.
The motion was seconded and defeated.

Mr. SummerelPs motion was then passed and the 1975 Church's
Program Budget of $523,351 was adopted. (See page 167)
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With the Bishop again presiding, Mr. Summerell moved "that the

1975 Convention direct the Diocesan < Council to apply all 1974 surplus

in the Church's Program Fund to the Parish Grant Committee." The
moion was seconded.

The Rev. James T. Prevatt, Jr., moved, as a substitute, "that any

surplus in the 1974 Church's Program Fund be applied to the National

Church's quota of this Diocese for 1975." This motion was seconded but

defeated, whereupon Mr. Summerell's motion was passed.

Mr. J. J. Summerell moved "that the first $9,183 of surplus funds

existing at the end of 1975 in the Church's Program Fund be applied to

the 1975 National Church's Program." The motion was seconded and

passed—it being understood that such funds as may be available, up to

the amount specified, will be applied against the $42,900 shortfall to

the National Church contained in the 1975 Church's Program Budget

of this Diocese.

Mr. Summerell moved that the 1975 Convention "give the Diocesan

Council permission to exercise its discretion to use the 1975 income

earned by the Church's Program Reserve Fund either to

1. Reduce the 1976 proposed budget before determination of quotas,

or

2. Meet the shortfall in the 1976 quota acceptances, if any, or

3. Continue to apply the income back to the Reserve Fund, as in

past."

The motion was seconded and passed.

The Committee on Elections reported that the results of the first

ballot in the election of Deputies to General Convention were ready.

Before the announcement, the Rev. John R. Campbell moved that since

only eight persons had been nominated in the lay order, the rules be

suspended and that the four having received the highest number of

votes be declared the duly elected Deputies and that the four others be

declared the duly elected Alternate Deputies to the General Convention.

The motion was seconded and passed. Accordingly, the results of the

aforesaid ballot were given and the persons whose names appear on

page 9 of this Journal were declared elected Deputies and Alternates

in the lay order.

There having been no election in the clerical order on the first

ballot, a second was then taken in accordance with the Rules of Order.

The report of the Committee on the Address of the Bishop was
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read by its Chairman, Mrs. Herman Salinger (see page 169). The reso-

lution contained in the report was, on motion duly passed, adopted.

The report of the Committee on Institutions was presented by its

Chairman, the Rev. William L. Williams (see page 171). On motion

duly passed, the resolution offered by this Committee was adopted.

The second report of the Committee on Consitution and Canons

was presented by the Rev. Carl F. Herman, Chairman (see page 173).

The Rev. Mr. Herman moved adoption on first reading of the several

proposed amendments to the Constitution. The motion was seconded.

Mr. M. E. Motsinger, Jr., moved, as an amendment, that the words,

"or to clergymen in charge of congregations in this Diocese," be added

at the end of the proposed Article III, section 3. The motion was sec-

onded and passed, whereupon Mr. Herman's motion, as amended, was

passed.

The Rev. Mr. Herman then moved the adoption of the balance of

the Committee's report with respect to proposed amendments to the

Canons and the Rules of Order. The motion was seconded.

Mr. R. F. Hoke Pollock moved the following amendment: "That

paragraph ( 1 ) of Canon XV be further amended by adding the words,

"or Savings and Loan Association," following the words, "deposited

with a Federal or State Bank." The motion was seconded and passed.

The Rev. S. F. James Abbott moved that Canon XXI, second

3(b) be further amended by striking the words, "all secular uses and

from." The motion was seconded and passed.

The Rev. L. Bartine Sherman moved the following amendment to

section 4 of Canon XXX: "that the word 'his' before the word 'ordina-

tion' be deleted so that the phrase shall read, 'shall interview each Candi-

date before ordination'; and that, on the following line, the words 'or

her' be inserted after the word 'his,' with the phrase to read 'to ascertain

his or her personal readiness.' " The motion was seconded and passed.

Another proposal and motion by the Rev. Mr. Sherman with re-

gard to Rule of Order X failing to pass, the original motion of the Rev.

Mr. Herman, as amended, was passed and the amendments to the

Canons and Rules of Order contained in the report were adopted—the

same now being in full force and effect.

NOTE: The Committee's report as printed in this Journal contains

the text of the several Amendments in the form finally adopted by the

Convention.—CFH
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The Committee on Elections reported that on the second ballot the

Rev. Messrs. Robert N. Davis, William P. Price, and L. Bartine Sherman
were elected Deputies to the General Convention.

The Rev. John R. Campbell moved that the rules be suspended

and that on the next ballot the vote be only on the five (5) receiving

the highest number of votes on the previous ballot (exclusive of those

elected), and that the person receiving the highest number of votes be

declared elected as a Deputy and the remaining four be declared elected

as Alternate Deputies. The motion was seconded and passed and the

third ballot for General Convention Deputies taken.

The Committee on Elecions reported that on the second ballot for

membership on the Diocesan Council, Mr. William D. Holloman, Jr.,

had been elected, with a tie vote resulting between Mrs. Patricia LeNeave
and Ms. Mary Ann Rice. A runoff ballot was taken.

The report of the Committee on Resolutions was presented by Mr.

James E. Baynard, Chairman (see page 192).

Note: The action taken with respect to each resolution is indicated

in the manner in which the report is printed in this Journal (see

pages 192-200).

The Committee on Elections reported that the Rev. E. Dudley Col-

houn, Jr., had been elected a Deputy to the General Convention and

that the Rev. Messrs. R. Martin Caldwell, Jr. ; Peter James Lee, Roderick

L. Reinecke, and Alwin Reiners, Jr., had been elected Alternate Deputies.

The Committee on Elections further reported that Ms. Mary Ann
Rice had been elected to the Diocesan Council and that all elections

had been completed.

The report of the North Carolina Episcopal Clergy Association was

submitted by title by its President, the Rev. Harrison T. Simons (see

page 201).

A Resolution of Courtesy was read by Mrs. L. J. Greenia and, on

motion duly passed by rising vote, was unanimously adopted (see

page 201).

Mr. Robert Branard offered his previous amendment to Resolution

#6 as a separate resolution (see page 197). On motion seconded and

passed, the resolution was tabled by a vote of 147 to 79.
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There being no further business, the Bishop thanked the delegates

for their cooperation and patience, pronounced the Benediction, and

declared the 159th Annual Convention adjourned sine die at 2:05 P.M.

Address of the Bishop 77

Address of the Bishop
In the name of God. Amen.

One of the last questions asked at the close of our 1974 Convention

was, where can we get some gas? I doubt that any one delegate antici-

pated the changes that would take place before this Convention. When
we looked for gas last January we were not aware of the extent of the

energy crisis or its influence on the economy, employment, or the pro-

duction of food. Neither were we aware that within the year our gov-

ernment would fall and a new government would take over. The true

significance of this event will only be revealed in the years to come. The
fact that it took place within the system is to the credit of the people

and the nation. There were no crowds or troops in the streets and no

bullets fired. The democratic process worked. There was no coup, no

riot, and no buildings boarded up. The nation sadly watched one

President leave the White House and rejoiced as another was sworn

into office. We are living in challenging times and there is good evi-

dence that we are equal to the challenge.

There is one challenge that may be with us longer than the life of

any one person present today in this Convention Center. That is the

challenge to provide food for the rapidly expanding population of the

world.

This subject was first brought to my attention by the preacher at

my consecration in 1960. Dr. Mollegen spoke about food, population

growth, energy and war as though he was looking into a crystal ball. He
foretold how the population of Mexico would double in the next ten

years, how food and energy shortages would challenge men and nations.

He spoke of the dangers of war. It sounded like a novel about the future

and it was hard to believe.

As the years rolled by we began to learn how inflation was forcing

people on relief and pensions to find their meat supplements in canned

pet food. Commentators were saying that we would be able to see people

die of starvation on color T.V. International agencies forecast that half

of the world's population would be living in perpetual hunger by 1974,

and in 1975 the famine would start to grow in geometric progressions.

Early last spring, I began to search for hard evidence and found it

in articles by Jack Anderson, in Newsweek, Time, Lester Brown, Norman
Borlaug, Television documentaries, the United Nations and in Honduras,

Guatemala and Mexico. I presented this subject to the House of Bishops

meeting in Mexico and the response has been tremendous. One diocese
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has already contributed 10% of a ten million dollar legacy to help re-

lieve hunger, and the Executive Council is conducting a study and train-

ing program on food and hunger in conjunction with the National

Council of Churches.

But what can a single person do with this overpowering problem?

It has many facets—food, forests, fish, and petroleum. There are problems

of feeding and oil production. But behind all of these problems is life

style, and life style is our business. Fasting, prayer, and sharing with

those in need are at the heart of our life style. Each of us can help by

doing our thing as churchmen. One concrete result would be that we
would avoid waste—waste of food at parish suppers and at home, waste

of energy in heating and lighting empty churches and parish houses,

avoid the use of fertilizer on church and rectory lawns, just for starters.

(A sobering thought is that a substantial reduction in the consumption

of alcoholic beverages would make an impressive contribution toward

the elimination of all food shortages in this country and probably lower

the cost of feeding a family.) In a world where we are among the 20%
who use 80% of all resources, we can witness to a life style that will

save others by sharing. My fervent prayer is that we will act construc-

tively before man's selfishness causes him to try to solve this problem

foolishly by going to war.

Tonight Dr. John Caldwell will speak to this world problem and

challenge from a much broader and more informed and factual point

of view.

There is a gift for each clerical delegate to this Convention at the

registration booth. It is a book, entitled "Something Beautiful for God"
and is related to this and other subjects. My only request is that you

read it, pass it on to your lay delegates, and put it in your parish library.

This book about Mother Teresa by the well-known English journalist

Malcolm Muggeridge brings to us the inspiration and motivation that

I feel the world needs for the challenges before us. The Church should

be providing this inspiration and this motivation everywhere. I recom-

mend it to you.

Now for some immediate concerns I need to share with you:

First, CAHD—Community Action and Human Development

This is the National Church's grant program which replaced GCSP,
the General Convention Special Program. As most of you know, the

Diocesan House has stayed constantly in close communication with all

clergy and senior wardens throughout the past three years keeping them

informed of grant requests and how they have been handled. The dio-
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cese has developed its own procedures for grant applications which

involves the participation of a local committee composed of all the clergy

and senior wardens in the area from which an application is received.

The local committee makes a study of the application, the field ap-

praisal, the agency and reports to the Standing Committee which, in

turn, advises the Bishop.

We felt that we had reached a point in handling grants where our

procedures were clear to everyone involved both on the diocesan and

on the Executive Council level. With the change of the national pro-

gram we have found that we have lost ground on the National Church

level and, as you know from your correspondence, I, along with the

president of the new Standing Committee, am trying to clarify this

situation both with the new Presiding Bishop and with the leadership of

Community Action and Human Development.

In this process it has become clear to me that a lot of our effort

in studying grant applications is a waste of time. I cannot estimate the

man-hours, the patience, the expense that is involved in sending out

information to each rector and senior warden. It is not uncommon for

the entire staff to stay long after closing hours in order to get the in-

formation to you before something breaks in the press or someone, a

vestryman or a clergyman, feels that he hasn't been completely included

and apprised of what is taking place, or that the National Church
should feel that we have communicated with our people and have not

given them a fair opportunity.

The questions that I would like to put to this Convention are, do

you agree with me that we are wasting time. Are you willing to con-

tinue to support this expensive communication system with the clergy

and senior wardens? Do you want us to continue to follow the dio-

cesan guidelines for handling grant applications?

My honest opinion is that as long as a negative vote by the Bishop

of a diocese can be overridden by the Executive Council, and I under-

stand why the Executive Council wants that, it is hardly worth the

time and the effort to go through this process of demanding that the

National Church give us, as General Convention has said, a copy of

the application and field appraisal in writing, to involve all of the

clergy of a city and their senior wardens in studying a grant appli-

cation, the time and effort of the Standing Committee, to say nothing

of the time of the diocesan staff and Bishop, if it can all be overruled.

It seems that the little saisfaction gained is hardly worth it. The reverse

is true when we do go through all of this procedure and approve a

grant and it is not funded. If we approve an application, as we did
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for the North Carolina Federation of Child Development Centers for

a $6,000 emergency grant, the agency could have received the $6,000

on an emergency basis and not have involved us at all.

To put the question very simply, would it not be worth our time

and effort to permit the National Church to make its own decisions

about these applications and take the full responsibility for funding

them or not funding them? I feel it is my responsibility to raise this

question with the delegates to this Convention.

A second concern is Church Renewal

Last October there was a conference at St. Philip's Cathedral in

Atlanta on Church Renewal. It was attended by one of the largest dele-

gations of lay people to go from this diocese to a national meeting. I

was unable to attend the conference as I was on my way to the House

of Bishops meeting in Mexico City; but everything that I have read in

church publications and have heard from people who attended the con-

ference, regardless of their particular point of view, has been nothing

less than exciting.

Many of these people both clergy and lay have asked that they be

given an opportunity to pursue and continue this experience. Therefore,

I have appointed a Committee on Church Renewal and I am asking

them to explore and study this experience and to make recommenda-

tions to the Diocesan Council as soon as they feel that they are prepared

to do so.

I do not know the exact definition given to Church Renewal by the

conference or what the delegates to the conference understood by the

term. My concept would be that it is not an individual excursion into

the field of personal improvement, but that it is an effort to develop

a style of life whereby the mind of Christ Jesus might dwell in each

one of us.

Thirdly, the Ordination of Women
I am not an advocate of either side of this question. As the record

shows. I have consistently voted that I can find neither a theological nor

biblical reason against the ordination of women. The only reason that

I have determined against the ordination of women thus far is Church

tradition and the weight of that tradition in decision-making.

On the other hand, I do have some rather firm convictions about

the matter, and they are, that this is not a matter of equal rights or

equal job employment; nor does it come, as some of the proponents

insist, in the same category as Black Liberation, Gay Liberation and

Women's Liberation. The priesthood is a vocation. It is not a profes-
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sion. A person responds to a call to serve a community of faith in faith,

and the people of that community must feel that the person has a call

before the person can serve. Priesthood is not just a license to celebrate

the Holy Communion service, nor should it be used as a credential for

becoming an educator or a counselor. Priesthood is something specific

in a community of faith. And it is unfortunate if we attach the ordina-

tion of women to a great many things other than what priesthood is.

Nor, in my opinion, does the acceptance of the ordination of women
to the priesthood commit one to the de-sexing of the liturgy or the

Bible, as some have proposed.

Therefore, I have asked the Commission on Ministry to assist me
n fulfilling the agreement that all members of the House of Bishops

made at its meeting in Mexico, and that is, to have a study of this

subject in each diocese. It seems to me that the Commission on Min-

stry is the responsible agency of this diocese to conduct this study and I

would like to charge them to have a balanced presentation of the sub-

ject both pro and con and to make every effort to insure to those who
:ome that it will be a study and not a political caucus. There is a great

difference. One of the difficulties with the Church's handling of this

oroblem thus far is that, in my opinion, it has failed to study suffi-

:iently before it talked and that it has failed to pray sufficiently before

t acted.

This kind of a study would first involve a definition of priesthood,

ind then, what is the relationship of male and female to priesthood

is we understand it? And since the subject is already on the agenda of

he Church, I have also asked the Commission on Ministry to study in

hese conferences the relationship of the homophile to the priesthood;

ind if this sounds a bit subtle, I am talking about the relationship of

he sexual orientation of the person to priesthood.

I would hope that the Commission on Ministry would be able to

*et underway on these subjects in the very near future and be prepared

o report to the 1976 Diocesan Convention. This does not mean that

hey would end their studies at that time, but I do feel that the delegates

o the 1976 Diocesan Convention should have the benefit of the con-

erences that have taken place.

In order to clarify the record, my proposal, and my endorsement,

ind my urging of all the people of this diocese to become involved in

hese studies does not in any way indicate or commit any bishop, or a

leputy, to the 1976 General Convention to any point of view. I am
ure that it is common knowledge to all of us that there is a difference

)etween the theological opinion one may hold on a matter and a resolu-

ion or canonical change which he may be asked to vote for or against.
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We look forward to the report of the Commission on Ministry at oui

next Convention.

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Suffragan Bishop's Report
Gabriel Heatter, a radio commentator of yesteryears used to begin

his newcast with these words, "There is Good News might."

As your Suffragan Bishop, I am happy to tell you I have some Good
News about our missions and college work.

St. Mark's Mission, Raleigh, will be received as a parish at this

Convention. During the past seven years, I have had the privilege of

watching this church grow in numbers and in vitality. This is a con-

gregation where people are committed to fulfilling the mission of the

Church. Their purpose IS TO HELP EACH OTHER EXPERIENCE
AND WORSHIP GOD, OPENLY SHARE THE GOOD NEWS OF
JESUS CHRIST, AND RESPOND IN LOVE TO THE NEEDS OF
THEIR NEIGHBORS. These are not just some pretty words that some-

one in the congregation thought up. This purpose statement was ham-
mered out after much study and soul searching in answer to the ques-

tion, "Why are we in business?" Everything St. Mark's does is tested

by this statement, and it has kept this congregation on target so that

time, effort and money are not wasted on a variety of things that have

nothing to do with the Gospel of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ. I

thank God for every remembrance of this congregation of loving and

faithful people, and I rejoice that now they have become a parish.

Parish status is not, however, a goal which we expect all of our

missions to achieve. We do expect that they will take seriously the task

of mission. St. Mark's has stated that task very well in their purpose

statement. Max Warren has expressed it this way, "The task of mis-

sion is to proclaim to every man in the depths of his being that Jesus

is Lord." To do mission, is to proclaim joyfully the Lordship of Christ

so that men will accept Him as Lord and Savior and commit them-

selves to Him. We do not have to bring men to Christ. He is already

in their midst, but they are not aware of Him.

The mission of the early Church was essentially one of proclama-

tion. They had experienced the love of God in Jesus Christ, and they

wanted to share it with the world. The message was a simple one. We
know Jesus Christ. We love Him. He loves us. He has brought us from

death to life, and we want to share this Good News with you.

To engage in mission, we do not have to be a parish. We do not

have to have a full-time resident priest. All we need to be is a member
of the Body of Christ, the Church. Mission is the function of the whole

Church, and it is that mission by which and for which we exist. Emil
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Bruner expressed it this way, "The Church exists by mission as fire

exists by burning."

The Good News is that word is beginning to get around that mis-

sion is something we can all do. It is not done just by the Bishop, the

Priest, the Parish. It is done by every living member of the Body of

Christ.

The truth is illustrated by a church bulletin board which read:

NAME OF CHURCH—ST. VITUS IN THE VALE
NAME OF MINISTER—THE WHOLE CONGREGATION

The Biblical text for all this is found in the fourth chapter of

Ephesians

:

"God gave a special gift to each of us. He appointed some to

be apostles, others to be evangelists and others to be pastors

and teachers. He did this to prepare all God's people for the

work of Christian service, to build up the Body of Christ."

Sometimes we need to be reminded of how the New Testament

Church functioned. Roland Allen in his book, Missionary Methods, Paul's

or Ours, describes it well:

"The Churches were not supported and maintained by the

Church in Jerusalem. They did not depend on someone to do
ministry for them. They did it themselves. Paul ordained elders

and appointed other leadership as necessary to administer the

Church's discipline and teach the Church's doctrine, and like-

wise to manage its own fiscal affairs. Paul allowed the basic

Gospel of Jesus Christ to take root in local soil and to pro-

duce a hardy native bloom, not an exotic plant needing the

constant attention of an outside expert and the nourishment

of expensive fertilizer. Above all, the new congregations did

not expect Paul or other outsiders to evangelize the surround-

ing populace. They assumed, as did Paul, that they should be

self-propagating, and they were preaching the Gospel and
establishing new congregations in the larger area."

The Good News in the Diocese of North Carolina is that we are

beginning to discover that Paul's method is sound. More of our churches

are beginning to function on the New Testament principle.

Let me mention three of these: St. John's, Henderson; Church of

the Messiah, Mayodan; and St. Paul's, Cary. Two of these churches,

St. John's and Messiah, are served by non-stipendiary priests. These

are clergy who earn their living outside the Church. Since this type of
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clergyman has a full-time secular job where he does ministry everyday,

the church members do not expect him to minister for them. They must

do the work of witnessing in the community, inviting people to church,

teaching in the church school, printing the bulletin and all those other

jobs which many small churches look to the priest to do. Have St. John's

and Messiah suffered because they do not have a full-time priest? No,

just the opposite is true. Here lay ministry and lay responsibility is taken

seriously, and the churches are growing in strength and vitality. The
Body of Christ is being built up in Henderson and Mayodan.

St. Paul's Church, Cary, which has been subsidized by the Diocese

for many years has reached the point where it is now self-supporting.

Under the able leadership of the Reverend Lex Mathews, who supplied

in Cary for three months, a marvelous transformation took place. With

the departure of the previous Priest-in-charge, morale reached a low

level. Attendance was off, contributions were down and the people

were discouraged. The Mission Committee informed me that the mis-

sion was unwilling to accept further Diocesan subsidy, but they were

unable to afford a priest. This was B.L.M., before Lex Mathews served

there. At the end of December, the Senior Warden informed me that

pledges had increased by $10,000, attendance was up and the congrega-

tion was full of confidence and enthusiasm, and they were ready for a

full-time resident priest. In a few weeks, I shall have the pleasure of

conducting the service for a Celebration of a New Ministry for the

Reverend William Coolidge, who will become Priest-in-charge of this

mission. The Good News is that St. Paul's, Cary, is on the way to be-

coming one of the strong churches in the Diocese of North Carolina.

There is Good News about our college work. At a time when many
other dioceses are letting their college chaplains go for lack of funds,

our Diocese has five full-time chaplains. We believe that the colleges

and universities in our Diocese offer one of the most fruitful and im-

portant areas for ministry, and we are determined to continue doing it

with the best manpower and resources available. With God's help, we
in North Carolina will not fail in this ministry to which He has called us.

Our newest chaplain is the Reverend Thomas Woodward, who
joined the staff at the Chapel of the Cross in Chapel Hill this fall. He is

now busily engaged in ministry at the University of North Carolina. In

a recent letter to me, he writes:

"More and more students are responding to the ministry here,

and I am very pleased with the response from the other chap-

lains in developing some ecumenical programs that will have

maximum impact on the lives of this campus."
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President Ford in his message to the nation said that the state of

the Union is bad. The Church, however, has always thrived on ad-

versity. We are at our best during bad times. As I travel about the

Diocese, I see many signs that the state of the Church is good. There

is renewed interest in worship, in Bible study and in a return to the

basic fundamentals of the Christian faith. People are excited about

doing the Gospel where they are. We have a fine group of able, devoted

and dedicated clergy who are giving excellent leadership as together

we seek to build up the Body of Christ in this Diocese of which we
are all privileged to be a part. Saint Paul sums it up so well for us

when he writes in II Corinthians:

"It is not ourselves that we preach. We preach Jesus Christ as

Lord and ourselves as servants for Jesus sake. As God's servants,

we try to recommend ourselves in all circumstances by our

steadfast endurance: in distress, hardships, and dire straits;

flogged, imprisoned, mobbed; overworked, sleepless, starving.

We recommend ourselves by the innocence of our behaviour,

our grasp of truth, our patience and kindliness; by gifts of the

Holy Spirit, by sincere love, by declaring the truth, by the

power of God. We wield the weapons of righteousness in right

hand and left. Honour and dishonour, praise and blame, are

alike our lot: we are the impostors who speak the truth, the

unknown men whom all men know; dying we still live on;

disciplined by suffering, we are not done to death; in our

sorrows we have always cause for joy; poor ourselves, we bring

wealth to many; penniless, we own the world."

And now, I would like for you to bow your heads for a moment or

two as we pray:

"O God of unchangeable power and eternal light, look favorably

upon your whole Church, that wonderful and sacred mystery;

and by the tranquil operation of your providence, carry out

the work of man's salvation. Let the whole world see and know
that things which were cast down are being raised up and
things which had grown old are being made new, and that all

things are being renewed into the perfection of Him through

whom all things were made, your Son our Lord Jesus Christ,

who lives and reigns with you in the unity of the Holy Spirit,

one God, for ever and ever.

"THAT Section 4 of Article I of the Constitution be

amended by striking the word 'any' preceding the word 'Dio-

cese' in the next to the last line thereof and substituting the

words 'three or more,' and by adding an 's' to 'Diocese,' so

that the first sentence in the final paragraph of said Article,

as amended, will read:

"On any question, the vote of a majority of the Depu-
ties present shall suffice, unless otherwise ordered by

this Constitution; or, in cases not specifically pro-

vided for by the Constitution, by Canons requiring

more than a majority; or unless the Clerical or the Lay
representation from three or more Dioceses require

that the vote be taken by orders."

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REPORT OF THE STANDING COMMITTEE
CALENDAR YEAR 1974

The Standing Committee of the Diocese of North Carolina held 12

meetings in 1974. The following is a summary of the business it trans-

acted.

January 26, 1974 meeting in Raleigh

The Committee was organized with the election of the Rev. Robert

L. Ladehoff as President, and the Rev. Huntington Williams, Jr., as

Secretary.

February 26, 1974 meeting in Raleigh

Recommended that the Rev. Blair Jenkins III be ordained to the

Priesthood.

Consented and advised the Bishop to give his written consent to the

Vestry of St. Andrew's Church, Charlotte, allowing it to encumber a

18' x 26' portion of the rear of their property, leasing that portion to

the Rockwell International Corporation for its erection and use of a

small air monitoring station and shelter.

Episcopal consents were given to the Ordinations and Consecra-

tions of:

The Rev. Munro Wolterstorff to be Bishop of the Diocese of San

Diego.

The Very Rev. Robert Shaw Kerr to be Bishop Coadjutor of the

Diocese of Vermont.

The Secretary committed to the Registrar of the Diocese minutes of

the Standing Committee for the period January 31, 1967 through De-

cember 8, 1971.

March 26, 1974 meeting in Raleigh

Consented and advised the Bishop to give his written consent to

the Trustees of the Diocese to sell the rectory property at St. Stephen's,

Winston-Salem at 914 Cameron Avenue to Mrs. Vivian Powell for not

less than $13,500 less the cost of the existing mortgage, the net proceeds

from this sale to be held by the Trustees for the benefit of St. Stephen's

Episcopal Church, Winston-Salem.
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Advised the Bishop not to give his approval to the emergency grant

application to the Community Action and Human Development Com-
mission of the Episcopal Church, submitted by the Children's Radio

Worship of WAFR-FM (Durham), in the light of a negative recom-

mendation by the Bishop's local committee.

Episcopal consents were given to the Ordinations and Consecra-

tions of:

The Rev. Duncan Montgomery Gray, Jr., as Bishop Coadjutor of the

Diocese of Mississippi.

The Very Rev. Frank Stanley Cerveny as Bishop Coadjutor of the

Diocese of Florida.

Consented to a request from the Diocese of Long Island to hold a

special Convention for the purpose of electing a Bishop Coadjutor for

that Diocese in November, 1974.

April 30, 1974 meeting in Raleigh

Consented and advised the Bishop to give his written consent to

the Trustees of the Diocese to sell for not less than $23,000, less closing

costs and real estate commission, the house and lot located on Parks

Road, further described on page 818, Parcel 24, of the Rowan County

Tax Maps, devised to St. Matthew's Church, Salisbury by the Last Will

and Testament of Ann Gibbons Tarr; said consent to be valid for six

months from this date, and that the proceeds be held by the Trustees

for disposition under the conditions of the Will of Ann Gibbons Tarr.

Recommended that the Rev. John L. Sharpe be ordained to the

Priesthood.

Gave consent to the Bishop to shorten the time of Candidacy for

Holy Orders of David Hendren Wright to sixteen months and twenty

days.

Recommended that the President of the Standing Committee and

Chancellor of the Diocese be the representatives from this Diocese to the

Installation of the Rt. Rev. John Allin as Presiding Bishop at the Wash-
ington Cathedral.

In discussing the possibility of Convocation meetings with members
of the Standing Committee again this fall, following up on such meet-

SUPPLEMENTAL REPORT

In March, 1974, the newly-elected Diocesan Council met for th

purpose of organizing itself and examining the directives given it by th

1974 Diocesan Convention. The Convention Resolutions charged th

Council to review all Diocesan programs and implement necessary r«
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forms to bring about more effective programming. During the year the

Council met five times to deal with this task.

In late spring several committees were established to gather infor-

mation and data about existing Diocesan programs for review by the

Council. These committee reports revealed that the Program Task Force

established in 1970 for the purpose of implementing and conducting

program in the Diocese had created a gap in the Council's involvement

in Diocesan program.

Recognizing the Diocesan Canon which directs the Council to or-

ganize and direct the program in the Diocese, the Council felt that all

future programing should be in closer union with the Council. There-

fore, the Council revamped its structure, proposing that program com-

mittees of the Council be established for the purpose of developing clear-

ly-worded purposes for the various program areas and providing a

standard format in which the program areas can state their goals and

strategies for the coming years.

The Bishop was requested to appoint, with the advice and consent

of the Council, the chairman and members of each of the program

committees. Members of the Council would be appointed to serve as

liaison with each of the committees. The primary responsibility of the

liaison would be to present to the Council an evaluation of the work

of the committees, to represent the committee to the Council and to

assist the chairman in carrying out the responsibilities of the committee

as directed by the Council.

goals both short range and long range and the ways in which these goals

would be carried out, develop a statement of the basic organization of

the particular area identifying the various program leaderships, and
lastly, develop an anticipated operating cost for the next budget year.

To respond to requests for Christian Education and Training as-

sistance from congregations and convocations in the Diocese; and

to initiate appropriate programs based on data provided by leaders

and members of the Diocese.

5. Stewardship

To assist congregations with their Every Member Canvass Programs.

6. North Carolina Churchman
To be responsible for publishing The North Carolina Churchman
and for serving as the information arm for the Diocese.

7. Christian Social Ministries

To identify Christian Social problems, identify resources available

to aid in solving these problems, and help link parishes, missions

and agencies of the Diocese with these resources.

8. Youth

To provide for an annual spring event for the youth of our Diocese,

for an annual summer conference for the youth of our Diocese, for

an annual Acolyte Festival and such other youth programs as may
be deemed desirable.

9. Liturgy and Worship

To assist the Diocese and individual congregations within the Dio-

cese in all matters relating to liturgy and worship.

10. Ecumenical Relations

To assist the Diocese and congregations within the Diocese with

matters relating to ecumenical affairs.

11. Specialized Ministries: To serve as Council of Advice in the following

areas

:

(a) Campus Ministries
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To be responsible for assisting all clergy and all congregations

who have an active relationship with schools, colleges and uni-

versities.

(b) Christ the King Center

To assist with the development and programs of Christ the

King Center.

(c) Hospital Chaplaincy

To assist all clergy who have a working relationship with hos-

pital chaplaincy programs.

(d) Ministry to the Deaf

To assist in further development of any program activities for

a ministry to the deaf.

REPORT OF THE COMMISSION ON MINISTRY

In 1974, the Commission on Ministry focused its attention on con-

tinuing education of the clergy, training of deacons, counseling persons

interested in applying for Holy Orders, and in serving as a liaison among
various official and non-official diocesan groups concerned with min-

istry. Under the revised provisions of Canon XXX of the Diocese,

Commission members now serve three year, rotating terms, so that an

increasing number of lay persons and clergy will be among the 15 Com-
mission members.

It was in the continuing education of the clergy that North Carolina

demonstrated its leadership in the national church in matters pertaining

to clergy renewal. The Commission approved a total of $7,660.74 in

grants from funds made available by Bishop Fraser, spread among 18

different clergy. In addition, the Commission endorsed five applications

to the national church's Board for Theological Education continuing

education program, for a total of $3,445. One evidence of the Commis-
sion's strength in assisting clergy in applying for national grants is that

every application for national continuing education grant funds en-

dorsed by the Commission in the last three years has been approved by

the Board for Theological Education.

The Commission, through a subcommittee chaired by the Rev. Rod
Reinecke, operated a deacon-in-training program for three deacons, and
through its subcommittee on the clergy conference chaired by the Rev.

Harrison Simons, organized the annual clergy conference. Mr. Simons
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also chairs the subcommittee on continuing education information and
publishes periodic newsletters on continuing education for the clergy.

Since my term expires at this Convention, this is my final report

as chairman of the Commission. I take leave with great appreciation for

the commitment to the quality of ministry demonstrated by our Bishop

and by my fellow commissioners and with gratitude for the privilege of

serving among clergy and laity so clearly dedicated to the strengthening

of Christ's church.

While denominational plans are exempt from the provisions of the

new law passed by Congress in September, 1974, the Church Pension

Fund rules not only comply with but in many respects surpass the re-

quirements contained in the new law.

The affiliates of the Church Pension Fund—Church Life Insurance

Corporation, Church Insurance Corporation and Church Hymnal Cor-

poration—continued to provide high quality low cost service in addition

to the two insurance companies paying dividends to the Fund.

The Church Pension Fund Committee wishes to remind all persons

responsible for the payment of Pension Fund assessments that in addi-

tion to being required by Canon, regular payments are a matter of

grave importance in protecting the retirement benefits of clergymen,

and it is essential that these payments be paid promptly.

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REPORT OF THE STUDY COMMITTEE
ON

FUNCTIONS OF THE CONVENTION

The Committee agrees that each Convention of our Diocese should

include provision for worship, fellowship, education, finance, resolu-

tions, elections and appointments, and matters of government (legisla-

tion). All these elements are considered to be important and they are

not listed in any special order or ranking.

The Committee agrees that worship is an important function of

each annual Convention. Canon 3 of our Diocese prescribes that at each

Convention a divine service shall be held and Holy Communion shall be

celebrated. To this end the Committee is in favor of a Festival Holy

Communion as one of the high spots of every Convention. Consideration

should be given to an occasional service of Evening Prayer with a ser-

mon appropriate to the occasion. Such a service would allow the Dio-

cese to recognize and honor different aspects of our ministry in our

Diocese such as college work, medical chaplaincy, or mission work. It

would also provide an opportunity to bring to the Diocese a celebrated

preacher for this special occasion.

Although fellowship is a part of a Corporate Eucharist, a banquet

affords further opportunity for more informal fellowship. If an oc-

casional service of Evening Prayer became a part of the Convention

agenda, a reception for the Bishop and other dignitaries present, held

immediately after the service, would provide another opportunity for

informal fellowship.

A general type of education process is derived as a natural secondary

benefit from the Convention. More specific opportunities for education

could be provided by designating a portion of the agenda for special

presentations concerning programs of interest to Diocese. The reports of

committees, together with the Bishops' address or reports, should be so

prepared and presented as to be educational and to provide informa-

tion on the state or condition of the Church in our Diocese.

An important function of every Convention is the adoption of a

budget. The presentation, discussion, and adoption of the budget should

be continued as a special item of business for our agenda.

Each Convention should allow delegates and committees of the Dio-

cese ample opportunity to present and discuss resolutions as well as

memorials to the General Convention. This Committee feels that more

effective use of this time can be made through pre-convention publicity
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with regard to resolutions that will be presented on the floor, so that

delegates may have the opportunity to consider them prior to their arrival.

The elective process is one of the most important functions of the

Convention. Each year around 20 elective positions are filled and in

some years the number of elections have increased by the elections of

deputies and representatives to the Provincial Synod. Consideration

should be given to some means of making the candidates known to the

electorate in some way in addition to the biographical sketch presently

used. Perhaps polaroid pictures of the nominees might help. In addition,

the Bishop makes a number of appointments to serve during the Con-

vention.

Finally, the Convention must make provision for legislative func-

tions such as passing appropriate canons and rules necessary to the

maintenance and well-being of the Church in the Diocese.

A majority of the members of the Committee feel that the pre-

Convention Convocation meetings could serve a valuable purpose through

informing the delegates about such matters as proposed budget, resolu-

tions to be laid before Convention, and elections for which nominations

will be received from the floor. Carefully planned and organized Con-

vocations would allow the delegates to come to the Convention with

greater knowledge of the Convention process and with a greater ability

to enter into it.

The Committee recognizes that, unless the duration of the Con-

vention is extended, the time allowed on the Convention agenda for any

of the above elements is necessarily limited. One element can be magni-

fied at the probable expense of reducing the time apportioned to the

other elements.

REPORT OF THE CHANCELLOR
I submit my annual report as Chancellor of the Diocese as follows

:

I advised the Bishop of the Diocese concerning the uses to which

the income from the Elsie B. Krebs Trust could be put under the terms

of the trust instrument.
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I advised the Reverend Peter James Lee, Rector of the Chapel of

the Cross, Chapel Hill, that a Clergyman, canonically resident of another

Diocese, would not be eligible to vote in a Parish election although he

actually lives within the bounds of that Parish.

I advised the Bishop of the Diocese that a license from the Ecclesias-

tical Authority is not necessary for a priest or deacon canonically resi-

dent of another Diocese to preach or administer the sacraments within

this Diocese provided such officiating does not exceed two months.

I advised the Business Manager of the Diocese that the Trustees of

the Diocese hold title to St. Mark's Episcopal Church, Siler City, N. C.

I advised the Business Manager of the Diocese that the Trustees of

the Diocese, upon receiving proper authority, can convey a good title to

a tract of land located on Salisbury Street in Mocksville, the deed limit-

ing the use of the property to "the congregation of Christians in said

town worshipping according to the liturgy of the Protestant Episcopal

Church, and for no other purpose whatsoever" does not limit the au-

thority.

I advised the Bishop of the Diocese that in the opinion of the Chan-
cellor the Vestry of a Parish does not have the authority to establish an

irrevocable trust with funds belonging to the Parish so that a succeeding

Vestry would not be able to use the principal or vary the use of the

income of the trust.

I considered a letter offering to donate certain real properties to

the Diocese of North Carolina. The offer contained seven conditions. I

pointed out the legal implications of those conditions attached to a gift

to the Diocese and called attention to the financial and legal burdens

which would be placed on the Diocese upon the acceptance of such gift.

I drew an answer for the Bishop in a proceedings pending in the

Superior Court of Wake County entitled "The Daughters of the Cincin-

nati, Inc. vs. Duke University, et al" seeking instructions on the use of

the revenues derived from a bequest contained in the will of Mrs. Minnie

Happer Pruden.

I advised the Bishop of the Diocese that a Mission located outside

of the boundaries of a city is not required to submit the consent of

rectors of parishes within the city as a part of the Mission's application

to become a Parish affiliated with the Convention of the Diocese of

North Carolina.

This division headed up by William Holloman is just getting off the

ground and will coordinate with diocesan activities concerned with

world wide hunger.

Purdie Anders continued to do a fine job with the Laymen's Thank
Offering and dispersed $1300.00 to worthy causes.

We again plan our annual convention at St. Augustine's College,

March 2, 1975. It will be an important one because the election of a

new slate of officers must be accomplished plus the election of additional

members to the Board to replace those leaving.

We are fortunate in having as our speaker at that time the Rev. De
Witt Meyers, Director of Pastoral Care and Counselling Center, Duke
University. He will speak on the subject "The Modern Family in

Tension".

This meeting at historic St. Augustine's will be important, relevant,

and stimulating. We will see you March 2, 1975.

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REPORT OF THE EPISCOPAL CHURCHWOMEN
Organized churchwomen have worked in this diocese for 92 years.

Historically they have stood on the leading edge of the church's work.

They have been willing to move ahead, with faith and confidence, into

a future that often seemed dim and cloudy, where there were no maps
or guide books. The Episcopal Churchwomen in the year 1974 continue

this vanguard spirit.

Our diocesan organization has continued to reach out with pro-

grams that have caught the interest of the women. Our Worship Retreat,

held at the Terraces last January, was filled to capacity. Our Spring

Workshops, held in each convocation, were attended by over 500 wom-
en. Our new concept, the Seminar, replacing the Kanuga summer con-

ference and meeting at Quail Roost in September, received an enthusi-

astic response from its 70 participants.

Through reports and from actual visits across the diocese there is

evidence of the Holy Spirit at work. Branches of all sizes are reporting

new and creative work. More and more the Churchwomen's thrust is

community oriented in areas where they can give of themselves. They
see their work in a different dimension from the work of such organiza-

tions as the League of Women Voters, the Woman's Club, Junior League,

or Garden Club.

Episcopal Churchwomen continue to respond to their Lord through

gifts for work in areas where they cannot go themselves. Not only do

the women give liberally through their local every-member canvass, but

an all time record of giving through their own organization of over

$100,000.00 was reported at our Annual Meeting in May. The United

Thank Offering amounted to $32,462.34. The rest of the money came
through pledging to our annual budget of $21,000.00 and from special

offerings and monies earned through local projects. The constitution of

the Episcopal Churchwomen directs us to divide our monies, after ex-

penses, and give one-half within the diocese and one-half outside the

diocese. We continue to try to keep our administration under 25%
of our budget. This plan serves as a guide line for the branches. Many
branches have adopted the policy of giving 100% of their proceeds from

projects to mission outside the parish.

The evidence is quite clear that the Episcopal Churchwomen in

this diocese are a strong and vital part of the on going mission of the

church.

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REPORT OF THE FRANCIS J. MURDOCH
MEMORIAL SOCIETY

The Murdoch Memorial Society is established by Canon XVII of

the Canons of the Diocese of North Carolina to administer a trust set

up by the late Margaret Murdoch in memory of her brother, the Rev.

Francis J. Murdoch. The income from the trust is used to assist semi-

narians of this Diocese in financing their theological education. This

assistance is in the form of a loan, usually cancelled upon ordination.

During the course of 1974 a review has been undertaken of the

policies and procedures under which the Society's investment income

may be disbursed in ways that are both consistent with the terms of the

trust and relevant to recent canonical charges in the status of seminarians,

particularly in their first year.

When the Postulant stage in the process of entering the ordained

ministry was dropped from this Church's General Canons it became

possible, if not normative, for men to study a year before being admitted

Candidate for Holy Orders by the Bishop. The Society's policy is now
to give priority to requests for financial aid from applicants from this

Diocese who are enrolled fulltime in seminary but are not yet Candi-

dates for Holy Orders and officially related as such to the Commission

on Ministry and the Bishop and other resources that might then be

available.

Procedurally, an applicant is asked to complete an application form

which he may request from the chairman, demonstrating his particular

need and endorsed by his Rector. Any help given is the form of a loan

for which the applicant signs a note payable in five years, or cancelled

upon his ordination.

In this way the Society hopes to make effective use of its limited

resources amounting annually to about $1,200. The principal of the

Murdoch Trust is 1686 shares of the Diocesan Control Fund and valued

at $20,261 as of November 5, 1974. Undistributed income as of that

date was $2,817.18.

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REPORT OF THE NORTH CAROLINA
EPISCOPAL CHURCH FOUNDATION, INC.

The North Carolina Episcopal Church Foundation, Inc. met three

times during 1974 in carrying out its primary objective of aiding parishes

and missions in the erection of church buildings and acquiring church

properties by making low-interest installment loans. Under the loan

policy as revised by the Directors in November, 1972, the maximum of

loans to any one congregation is limited to $60,000, and the interest rate

is set at 3*4% per annum for missions and 4% for parishes. Loans

were made during the year to St. Barnabas, Greensboro in the amount
of $6,500 and to St. Timothy's, Winston-Salem in the amount of $50,000.

Refinancing of existing loans is not among the objectives of the Founda-

tion.

Under extraordinary conditions, the Foundation has authority to

make direct grants in lieu of or in conjunction with loans and has au-

thority to make loans to mission churches for repairs and renovations.

One grant was made during the year to All Saints, Warrenton.

At its November meeting the Board of Directors received a report

from a special committee which was established to study the Foundation's

Charter. The Board unanimously approved a resolution to be presented

at the 1975 Diocesan Convention to change the Foundation's Charter

to include aiding other Diocesan-owned institutions.

Procedures to obtain loans and the necessary forms can be obtained

from the Diocesan Business Office.

The financial statistics of the Foundation for the year ending Oc-

tober 31, 1974 are as follows:

Face value of church loans as of October 31, 1974 was $558,000

from twenty (20) churches. As of the end of the year, no churches

were delinquent in their payments. Four churches that repaid loans in

full during the year were St. Mark's, Huntersville (face value $20,000) ;

Church of the Messiah, Rockingham ($12,000) ; Trinity, Statesville

($30,000); and All Saints, Warrenton ($12,000).

REPORT OF THE TRUSTEES OF THE DIOCESE

The Trustees of the Diocese of North Carolina respectfully report

this summary of their actions as Trustees of the Diocese during the

calendar year beginning January 1, 1974 and ending December 31, 1974.

The minute book of the Trustees of the Diocese is available for con-

sideration by the Convention or by any committee appointed by it.

On March 12, 1974 the Trustees met at the Diocesan House.

Trustees present were the Rt. Rev. Thomas A. Fraser, Mr. Henry D.

Haywood, Mr. Joseph B. Cheshire, Jr., and Mr. A. L. Purrington,

Jr. Mr. Michael Schenck, Business Manager of the Diocese, was also

present. Mr. A. L. Purrington, Jr. was designated as the representative of

the Trustees on the Diocesan Council.

Mr. Schenck reported on the status of the following trusts

:

1. The Elsie B. Krebs Trust held by the Rev. Martin Caldwell and

Mr. Robert N. Page III as Trustees, the income being payable to the

Bishop of the Diocese for use in assisting in education of candidates for

the ministry and for the theological fund of the Diocese.

2. Tullie M. Grimes Trust—The income to be used for the support,

relief and general welfare of clergymen serving in the Missions of the

Diocese in the discretion of the Bishop.

3. The Ann Gibbons Tarr Trust in the sum of $4,000, the income

to be used for the upkeep of the cemetery of St. Matthews Episcopal

Church, Rowan County.
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4. The Allen R. Hartman Trust—The Trustees concurred in the

recommendation of the Trust Officer of the Concord National Bank
that the administration of the Estate be terminated and that the se-

curities be liquidated at or near prices shown in letter of February

27, 1974.

The Trustees discussed the disposition of St. Mark's Church, Siler

City, which is now no longer used. Mr. Schenck was requested to de-

termine if the State Historic Sites Commission would be willing to main-

tain the church as an historical site.

The Trustees authorized the transfer of $104.05 held in the Vade
Mecum Fund to the account of The Terraces and expressed the opinion

that the Bishop's Scholarship Fund might be spent in the discretion of

the Bishop in the continuing education of the clergy.

On April 5, 1974, the Trustees being authorized by the Bishop,

executed deed conveying Lot No. 322 on map of Cameron Park, Plat

Book 8, page 217, office of the Register of Deeds for Forsyth County,

to Vivian G. Powell for the sum of $13,500.

On April 26, 1974, pursuant to the order of the Judge Presiding,

Superior Court Division, Mecklenburg County, in a proceedings entitled

"Board of Transportation vs. A. L. Purrington, Jr., et al, Trustees of

the Diocese," the Clerk of Superior Court has disbursed to Moore &
Van Allen, Attorneys for the Trustees, the sum of $139,200 to be held

on certificate of deposit pending a decision concerning a proper division

of said funds between the Trustees of the Diocese, Charlottetown, Inc.,

Connecticut General Life Insurance Company, and Connecticut General

Mortgage & Realty Investments.

On June 5, 1974, the Trustees, with the consent of the Bishop, con-

veyed a tract of land devised to the Trustees of the Diocese for the

benefit of St. Matthews, Rowan County, located on the east side of

Park Road to J. Dale Holloway and wife for the sum of $23,500, sub-

ject to the payment of real estate commissions, the cost of a survey, and

the cost of putting a pump and hot water heater attached to the property

in good condition.

On June 7, 1974 the Trustees received copy of accounting filed by

the Concord National Bank, Administrator CTA/DBN of the Estate of

Allen R. Hartman.

On June 19, 1974 the Trustees executed and delivered deed con-

veying tract on the west side of Memorial Drive, Raleigh, to John W.
Ryan and wife for the sum of $8,300, subject to the payment of real

estate commission. The property was held for the benefit of the Diocese.
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On October 21, 1974 the Trustees delivered deed to the City of

Charlotte conveying tract at the corner of Plaza Road and McBryde
Street held for the benefit of All Saints Mission, Charlotte, for the sum
of $7,275.

On October 22, 1974 the principal of the Thompson Orphanage

Trust, NCNB Account No. 10-01-004-0008573, was reimbursed from

current income in the sum of $14,681.76, the amount which had been

deducted from condemnation proceedings for the payment of current

property taxes on Thompson Orphanage property in Charlotte.

Attached hereto is a statement of the value of trust funds invested

by the Investment Committee in the Common Trust Fund and held by

the Trustees of the Diocese.

During the year ending October 31, 1974, the Penick Home was
able to admit 1 1 persons for long term and short term care in the

skilled nursing center. At the present time, 20 beds are in operation

in the nursing center.

Training:

Three (3) nurses participated in a week long in-service training

program in Reality Orientation in the V. A. Hospital in Tuscaloosa,

Alabama. In addition a staff person attended a 48 hour training pro-

gram for activity coordinators.

Currently a 2 hour, 12 week course on the Psychology of the Ageing

is being taught to the entire staff of the home under the auspices of the

Sandhills Community College.
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Residents:

At the present time, 82 older adults are sharing in the creative pro-

gram of human development in the Penick Home. The main thrust of

the residents activities are carried out at the direction of the residents

themselves. Freedom, independence, security, encouragement and spiritual

nourishment are the key words used to describe the home's program
with its residents.

Fiscal Operation:

The Board of Directors is pleased to report that the past year

ended without a financial deficit due to the following reasons:

1. Sound Fiscal Management

2. High Resident Census

3. Increasing support by generous contributors

4. Operation on an ability to pay basis

Religious Program:

The spiritual program of the Penick Home is under the faithful

direction of The Reverend R. Martin Caldwell of Emmanuel Church and

The Reverend Fred C. Pace, Chaplain of the Penick Home. Morning
Prayer is held on Tuesday mornings, Communion Celebrated on Thurs-

day mornings and Even Song is on Sunday afternoons in the Chapel of

Transfiguration of the Penick Home.

In addition, the grace is said at meal time, both private and pub-

lic; special Bible study is conducted by Chaplain Pace; a Mission Guild

meets monthly in the home; residents are provided transportation to

Sunday Church services as well as numerous private and corporate

spiritual experiences are to be found in the midst of the lives of the

residents of the home.

Appreciation:

The residents, Board of Directors and staff of the Penick Home
are in debt to the individual and parishes of the Diocese who have

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REPORT OF SAINT AUGUSTINE'S COLLEGE

Due to the presence of Saint Augustine's College in the Diocese of

North Carolina, and the role that the bishops of the Diocese have

played in the life of the College, (until only recently serving as chair-

men of the Board of Trustees), Saint Augustine's has enjoyed a good

working relationship with the congregations and clergy of the Diocese

since its founding in 1867. The College, like the Diocese itself, has

grown over its 108th year history and has come to hold a prominent

role in the State of North Carolina and the Southeast Region of the

country as an institution of high academic repute. Its success and sur-

vival can in large measure be attributed ot the concern of the bishops

and the many benefactors who were and are members of the Diocesan

family.

The 108th year of the College began with a record enrollment of

1,515 students—a very big plus for Saint Augustine's. The student body

again represents a pretty broad mix of scholars from 22 states and 14

foreign countries. Such increased enrollment serves as an indicator of

the performance of the college and the esteem in which it is held.

The College continues to improve its academic facilities—having

opened its new Library in October '74 to complement its recently com-

pleted classroom building. These facilities, along with the Student Union,

provides an attractive trilogy for study, research, and relaxation. Though
other capital outlays must be made to rehabilitate old landmarks and

expand facilities for physical education programs, the core academic

and residential installations are presently adequate and attractive.

The academic and administrative functions of the College are

consistantly being evaluated and upgraded by the Administration and

Board of Trustees. During 1974, the President, and other chief admin-

istrative officers attended two one-week institutes at the American

Management Association in Hamilton, New York. The academic, man-
agerial, alumni, and student services of the College were scrutinized

with a view to upgrading and refining over-all operation of Saint

Augustine's in these various areas. The implementation of The A. M. A.

program has begun in the various departments of the College and im-

provements are beginning to surface. The attendance of the administrative

officers at the A. M. A. Institute was an honor in itself and represents

the recognized prominence of the College by the United Negro College

Fund who funded the project.

Saint Augustine's continues to pursue funding from governmental

and private foundations.
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During this calendar year: $1,750,000 from H. E. W. was ap-

proved for an Advanced Institutional Development Program; $100,000

has been approved by the Z. Smith Reynolds Foundation of Winston-

Salem; and $10,000 from the Sarah Graham Kenan Foundation, Inc.

We are aware that the severe competition for foundation grants and

the general economic malaise of the country as a whole will have an

adverse effect on the College's search for funding. We will, neverthe-

less, pursue an aggressive search for funds through Foundations and

private benefactors to meet needs and improvements unavailable from

the basic fees of our students and the National Church's budgeted com-

mitment to the College.

We are pleased to report that the Alumni of the College have

responded generously in '74, and have set for themselves a goal of

$25,000 for the up-coming year. The goal seems certain of attainment

and will represent the largest annual gift ever made by the Alumni
Association to the College. Alumni Clergy are increasingly both re-

mitting their personal gifts and including Saint Augustine's in their

parochial budgets. We continue to nurture this area of our College de-

velopment program and acknowledge that we have yet a far way to go.

Figures for 1974 are as yet incomplete since this report comes early

in December, and several congregations make the College a part of

their Christmas Offering or close out their budget at the end of this

calendar month. However, we acknowledge the parochial support by

15 congregations and clergy of the Diocese in 1973; The Churchwomen
of the Diocese; The Churchwomen of Saint Peter's Church, Charlotte;

The Diocese of North Carolina; The Diocese of East Carolina; and 3

congregations in the Diocese of East Carolina. It is our aim to increase

the number of congregations and organizations who participate directly

in the support of Saint Augustine's College and take this opportunity

to invite those who do not now support the College to do, either by

way of their parish budget or through a special offering for Saint

Augustine's in 1975.

REPORT OF THE DIOCESAN TRUSTEES,
UNIVERSITY OF THE SOUTH

The most notable event of the year 1973-74 was the election of

the University's Chancellor, Bishop John M. Allin, to be Presiding

Bishop. In his address to the trustees in June, Bishop Allin asked (and

was granted) continuance for the five-year remainder of his term as
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Chancellor. He underscored the significance of the University in the

life of the Church as a whole and its even greater potential.

Total gift income to the University for the fiscal year 1973-74 was

$2,001,338, up nearly a million dollars from the previous year. Budget-

connected gifts through the Million Dollar Program totaled $735,649,

the second highest amount on record. Nevertheless, expenditures were

greater than income from all sources. The deficit in the operating

budget of the University corporation for fiscal year 1973-74 is esti-

mated $89,592, subject to final audit, slightly over one per cent.

Clearly there is a need to increase annual unrestricted giving and

two imaginative steps have been taken toward this end. An experienced

and successful fund-raising consultant, William Whipple, was named
vice-president for development to guide the efforts of the University's

trustees and other volunteers.

Fifteen donors, led by former chairman of the board of regents,

now chairman of the Million Dollar Program, Robert M. Ayers of San

Antonio, Texas, have made a challenge grant of $100,000 to match one

dollar for every two dollars of increase over last year's giving, either from

new benefactors or through larger gifts from established donors.

Sewanee-in-the-Budget funds from parishes are eminently eligibile for

this increment to their gifts.

At a time when enrollments in private institutions of learning are

in a nation-wide down-trend, Sewanee continues to burst at the seams

and to enlist the enthusiasm of most who share its experience. At a

time when private colleges continue to close their doors or go public

for lack of funds and enrollment and the catchword "relevance" has

let its supporters down, Sewanee continues ringingly to re-affirm its

traditional commitment to the liberal arts in a Christian environment

and increasingly to justify it. Its natural surroundings, once feared as an

isolating factor, draw enthusiasts hungry for unspoiled surroundings and

a fine outdoor program.

The School of Theology has its largest entering class in over twenty-

five years—thirty juniors—and in the school's opening week had al-

ready accepted six candidates for next year. The College closed off

applications last March and has gone to over 1,000, more than its

projected number. The Academy has 190 students including girl boarders

for the second year, an increase of twenty over last year in total enroll-

ment. Quintard Hall has been renovated, after Gorgas had been at-

tractively readied to accommodate girls.

The Bishop's Common, honoring the late Bishop Frank A. Julian,
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the last major building projected for the central campus, has opened

its doors as a most inviting student center. It will be dedicated in the

spring.

College athletes have won the championship of their unsubsidized

conference for the first time, and football coach Shirley Majors has

been named by the Football Writers' Association as small-college Coach
of the Year.

The owning dioceses have never had more reason to be proud of

their University of the South, nor greater incentive to work to keep it

strong and make it stronger.

REPORT OF "THE TERRACES"

After a decline in useage in 1972-1973, The Terraces, your dio-

cesan conference center, has experienced a sharp increase in frequency

of conferences, retreats and planning sessions in 1973-1974. Events shed-

uled for the spring of 1975 are the most numerous since the conference

center was opened in 1961.

The physical facilities have been improved in the last twelve

months and additions have been made to furnishings for the convenience

of overnight guests.

The principal problem facing The Terraces is that of increased

costs for food, utilities, and services. The conference center did not ask

the diocese for additional funding to supplement fees from users, but

it is probable that there will be an operating deficit in 1975 because of

food costs alone. Daily rates have not been increased in two years, but

it is questionable how long the present ones can be maintained.
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Income from the Church's Program Fund plus fees from users

came to $14,089.50 during the last fiscal year. Disbursements were

$13,125.38. The balance will be applied towards increased operating

costs during the present fiscal year so that the present rate scale can

be maintained as long as possible.

REPORT OF KANUGA CONFERENCES, INC.

This year saw the steadily increasing usage of Kanuga continue.

Summer conference, camp and guest period participation was up, and

during the September through May period about 60 Church and other

non-profit groups used our facilities for a varied array of conferences,

retreats and meetings. The anticipated downturn resulting from the

unsure fuel situation did not materialize. There were 16% more guest

days of use in 1974 than in 1973.

Many hoped-for physical improvements were completed in this

banner year. The new Program Building, for use by groups up to 250-

300, has added a new dimension to program possibilities. The Chil-

dren's Center was completely renovated and provided the scene this

summer for a greatly enhanced children's activity program. Three new
meeting rooms at the Inn provide extended small group space in an

attractive, informal setting. Both camps, Camp Kanuga for Boys and

Girls and the West Camp, were upgraded in their recreational, food

service and sanitary facilities. General beautification has continued

around the Kanuga Lake Inn.

One of the most significant program items was a complete evalu-

ation of the early summer conferences—Christian Education and Adult.

A continuation of this evaluative activity is already showing up in the

planning for 1975. Highly gratifying is an increased use of the facilities

by the Church for Clergy Conferences, Parish Family Weekends, Sum-
mer Conferences and other Church-related activity.

We are optimistic about Kanuga's continued influence in the future.

Inquiries about and planning for the program in 1975 indicate a keen

interest by our constituents in further experiences at Kanuga. The pres-

ent uncertainty of the national economic scene has heightened our resolve

to manage our resources well and continue to offer superior facilities

and programs at a nominal cost.

REPORT OF SAINT MARY'S COLLEGE

St. Mary's College began its 1974-75 school session with a "full

house." Of the 516 full time students 394 are North Carolinians and

176 are Episcopalians. A faculty of 53 competent instructors continue

to uphold it's high academic standards while leadership in Student Gov-

ernment is of the highest quality. The school has been added to the

approved list of private schools which may nominate candidates for the

John Motley Morehead Scholarships and now has three candidates in

competition. For the second year a summer school session was held with

36 students attending. It was felt that this session was a success aca-

demically, socially and financially. On the campus St. Mary's is in the

healthiest state it has enjoyed in many years. In the words of it's

chaplain "St. Mary's College has the freedom to proclaim God's King-

dom by word and deed and she does. In our corporate praise of God,

in the development of our talents, in our appreciation of God's creation,

and in our caring for one another we constantly point beyond ourselves

to God where true life and love are to be found."

While spiritually and academically the school is enjoying health and

vigor, the financial state of the school is critical as far as debt principal

and interest is concerned. This past year the parishes in this diocese

gave generously to St. Mary's. 'The interest of church members has in-

creased and the alumnae responded to a matching funds drive as they

never have before. The school is functioning on a balanced operating

budget and not only finished the year 1973-74 in the black but reduced

past operational deficits by a large amount. A dedicated and concerned

faculty has again this year not pressed for a raise in salary. Neverthe-

less, St. Mary's Decade of Renewal Fund raising drive has suffered

disastrously. There is a serious capital debt problem which was acquired

when old buildings had to be renovated and new buildings built to ensure

the life of the school. The debts must be met.

The Board of Trustees is optimistic that the financial problems of
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;he school will be conquered. We heartily agreed with St. Mary's Presi-

dent, The Rev. Frank Pisani when he said "Our enterprise is solid. Our
nission continues to be a part of Jesus Christ's plan for His redemptive

pve, so we will succeed. Again, however, not because God needs us,

)ut because we work with Him."

We agree with the Standing Committee that the present Community
Action and Human Development procedures of the Diocese should con-

tinue to be utilized. And we appreciate the fact that the Standing Com-
mittee acts as a source of reference and advice to the Bishop in making
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decisions for the Diocese in this and other areas. Further, we support

their actions as exemplified in their 1974 Report.

The Study Committee on the Functions of the Conventions has

done an important job of analyzing the purposes of the annual con-

ventions. We concur with the committee that Pre-Convention publicity

should afford all the churches of the Diocese an opportunity of know-

ing in advance the resolutions and memorials which are to be put before

the conventions. As it appears that some churches without rectors have

not been adequately notified of the Pre-Convention meetings for their

convocations, it is recommended by the Committee on Miscellaneous

Reports that due care be taken to notify Senior Wardens of vacant cures,

and through them their vestries and memberships, of such meetings. We
are also of the opinion that a procedure should be established whereby

churches which plan to submit names of candidates for diocesan elective

offices at conventions will notify all other churches of their proposed

nominees in advance. Finally, we heartily endorse the committee's rec-

ommendation of a Festival Holy Communion to become one of the high

spots of each convention.

The Episcopal Churchwomen's Report makes it a matter of record

that in 1974 the Churchwomen reached the $100,000.00 mark in an-

nual giving. This is in addition to parish pledges and other projects

within their own parish boundaries. We point to their achievement with

pride.

The Commission on the Ministry has several aims, including en-

riching the quality of ministry in the Diocese. We note their emphasis

on the Continuing Education of the clergy and we underline its im-

portance for the present and future health of the Church and its ministry.

All reports are in order and are informative as to the progress being

made by the Church in the Diocese of North Carolina. The Diocesan

Parish Grant Program Committee's Report is especially noteworthy for

the Christian outreach shown to children and to the elderly. The evi-

dence we find in these reports leads us to the conclusion that we have

a lively and concerned Church which is carrying out the mission given

to us by Our Lord.

REPORT OF THE TREASURER

Thank you very much, Mr. Chairman. And good afternoon. Even
though the economy during 1974 was in a state of flux, financially the

Diocese experienced a fairly successful year. In your registration packets

you have an 11 -page document which is a detailed Treasurer's Report

of the Diocesan operation for the year ending December 31, 1974. The
success is due to a combination of reasons. It is obvious that each parish

and mission congregation exercised a high degree of financial respon-

sibility to meet their obligations to the Episcopal Maintenance Fund
and the Church's Program Fund. Including late payments received after

the preparation of the report, we have received 99.5% of the payments

toward the Episcopal Maintenance Assessments; and 96.4% of the pay-

ments toward the Church's Program Quotas. The efforts of each indi-
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vidual local Treasurer in fulfilling these obligations have not gone un-

noticed, and to you I give my thanks. In addition, to the clergy, I ex-

tend my thanks also, for you have given me support throughout the

year in the performance of these duties.

In addition, the tireless efforts of the Department of Finance have

been of tremendous help and assistance. And I would like to thank Mr.

J. J. Summerell, the Department's Chairman, and the other members

—

Mr. Tom Ruffin, Mr. Ned Hardison and Mr. Buddy Cheshire who
have put up with numerous phone calls and meetings throughout the

year.

Lastly, the year's success was also possible because the numerous

persons and departments who received appropriations last year exercised

careful and effective use of these funds.

We started off 1974 full-steam with the filing of property tax

exemption applications for all property held in the name of the Trustees.

Including the mission properties, we filed applications in 38 of the 39

counties of the Diocese.

Shortly after last year's Convention, we conducted convocational

workshops for treasurers of local congregations. These meetings were

well attended and were a tremendous success. At these meetings we had

available the Treasurer's Handbook which I hope has been of some

assistance.

In the latter part of the year, with the assistance of the Department

of Finance, we reviewed the medical insurance policy of the Diocese.

In making a change to the Comprehensive insurance program offered

by the Church Insurance Company, we included coverage for all lay

employees in the individual churches that requested this coverage.

Also, during 1974 I have had the pleasure of visiting several mis-

sions and parishes in the Diocese on a one-to-one basis. These visits have

been most beneficial to me; and I hope, that in some small way, I have

been some assistance to those I have visited. I look forward to continu-

ing this practice with even greater emphasis during 1975, and I welcome

your invitations.

If you have any questions concerning the 1974 Treasurer's Report,

I will be glad to answer them. At any time we welcome your comments

and suggestions.

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REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE ON
THE ADDRESS OF THE BISHOP

We have heard the clear call of our Bishop to do "something beau-

tiful for God," and we have had laid upon us the concommitant task

of doing something beautiful for humankind: to feed our starving

brothers and sisters, to cleanse and refine the natural world in which

we live, and to save and share the resources of our planet. Bishop Fraser

is asking us to become a truly "caring" Christian community so that

we may stand witness to God's caring for His creation. There is a

luminous quality to this Episcopal challenge laid upon the Diocese of

North Carolina which can lend radiance and light to the new lifestyle

he is calling us to develop: a more austere lifestyle, a more thoughtful

lifestyle, a more Christ-like lifestyle, which will make life itself possible

for others. We commend the Bishop for his early recognition of the

necessity for personal action in solving the problems of hunger, energy

distribution and population. We look forward to his continuing insights

and leadership, and we stand ready to respond with our initiative and

programs.

The appointment of a Committee on Church Renewal is an elo-

quent response by the Bishop to an expressed desire on the part of our

laity for a deepening parish involvement in the search for an ambience

—again, a "lifestyling," in the Bishop's terms—in which we may respond

to the mind of Christ and live in conformity with His will. Renewal is a

contemporary theme and much is left to be defined, but it has caught

the imagination of some churchmen as an important movement. We will

await the new committee's work with high expectations

Bishop Fraser's approach to the question of the Ordination of

Women, as set forth in his address, is prayerful and balanced. We join

with the Bishop in his judgment of the appropriateness of the Com-
mission on Ministry as the agency for conducting a study of this im-

portant question. Indeed, we think he has said anew things about the

vocation of the priesthood and the orientation of the human being to

that vocation. We ask the Diocese, inspired by his ringing injunction

to the Commission on Ministry, to "study sufficiently and to pray suf-

ficiently" before action is taken in this decision-making process. We
anticipate dialogue and look forward to a report from this Commission
to the next Diocesan Convention on the findings that its studies may
reveal, but we agree that any such findings cannot bind the Bishop or

Deputies of this Diocese to any particular legislative position on this

issue at the next General Convention.

The words of the Bishop enjoining us to celebrate the 200th birth-
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day of our nation were in good order. The history of our Church on

this scarred and consecrated soil is deeply reflected in the history of our

nation. We look forward to studies, projects and generous expressions

of our concern for our country and the overarching problems which

unite us to the peoples of the world. We applaud the appointment of

a committee to guide us.

The Committee on the Address of the Bishop notes with pleasure

the dispatch with which the Diocesan Council reviewed and renewed the

program of Racial and Urban Affairs and has moved to call the Rev.

Lex Matthews to direct the work of the new Committee on Chrisian

Social Ministries. The ministry of social concern is one that can touch

all parishes and there is great need for a coordinator who will wisely

help us weave together resources and special needs.

It is understandable to all of us that there is concern for the validity

of operating procedures presently obtaining in the National Church's

grant program-Community Action and Human Development. We ap-

plaud the meticulous efforts on the part of the Bishop, the Standing

Committee, the rectors and senior wardens of the Diocese in following

the Diocesan and National guidelines for handling grant applica-

tions. We sympathize with the Bishop's feeling that much effort is

spent needlessly; we agree that the procedures are time-consuming and

may often appear to have little effect on the final grant decisions made

at the National level. On the other hand, we value the scrutiny that

local committees, under our Diocesan procedures, have been asked to

give grant applicants in their vicinities and feel that the Bishop should

continue to benefit from their reports. Since the Bishop's comment on

all grant applications is still required by the guidelines of General Con-

vention, we do not believe it appropriate for the Bishop to withdraw

entirely from expressing himself. We cannot abandon our responsibliity.

We are asking Convention to memorialize the Executive Council to (the

effect that this meeting goes on record supporting strict interpretation

of the General Convention guidelines regarding CAHD grants.

Finally, we wish to thank Bishop Fraser for his leadership which

comes to life in every thoughtful line of his fine prose. We see the

threads of his own priesthood shining through the fabric of his dreams

for the Church in North Carolina. "The love of God," Bishop Fraser

told us, "is demonstrating by caring." All facets of the program to

which he calls us for the year ahead are reflections of that caring. His
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enjoinder to "stand against the tide of oppression and hatred and

neglect" is in itself an offering of something beautiful to God.

RESOLUTION

From the Committee on the Address of the Bishop

WHEREAS certain guidelines for grant procedures under GCSP
were adopted by the General Convention in 1970 and reaffirmed in

1973, and

WHEREAS these guidelines have not been followed carefully and

conscientiously by the administrative staff of what is now the program

for Community Action and Human Development, and

WHEREAS this Convention is asking its Bishop to continue to ad-

here to these guidelines,

NOW THEREFORE be it resolved that this 159th Annual Con-

vention of the Diocese of North Carolina memoralize the Executive

Council of the Episcopal Church to insure that its CAHD staff does

in fact also adhere to the prescribed guidelines for grant procedures.

REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE ON INSTITUTIONS
The Committee on Institutions has received and reviewed the re-

ports which have been sent to the Convention from the following insti-

tutions: The Episcopal Home for the Ageing, Inc., in the Diocese of

North Carolina; Episcopal Child Care Services, The Terraces, St.

Mary's Junior College, St. Augustine's College, The University of the

South, and Kanuga Conferences, Inc.

In each instance it was shown that progress was being made under
most difficult conditions. We commend them for their creativeness,

ingenuity, and perseverance.
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The Committee notes with pride that all institutions reporting are

operating on a sound basis, exhibit an awareness of the present turmoil

and uncertainty of the times and are demonstrating every effort to meet

the daily crises that confront them and us.

It is worthy of note that in a time of decreasing enrollment in

private colleges, St. Mary's, St. Augustine's, and The University of the

South show a full enrollment with many more seeking admission.

The Episcopal Home for the Ageing, Inc. (The Penick Home)
expansion program deserves special comment in that it provided four-

teen additional private rooms for residents, and four new apartments

provided independent living units, thereby releasing more beds for the

skilled nursing unit. In spite of this expansion, Penick Home still has a

waiting list of 150 applicants.

We are glad to hear that The Terraces is experiencing an increased

usage and should meet the principal problem of increased costs for

food, utilities and service by increasing the rates proportionately. We
are happy to find that The Terraces is fulfilling the needs in the Dio-

cese, in part, for small conferences, small group meetings, etc.

We especially commend the Episcopal Child Care Services for its

adaptability, flexibility, and wide variety of services and care for the

young, parents, and others living in a difficult social era.

It is good to hear the Kanuga Conferences, Inc., had such a

banner year in physical improvement, allowing it to continue its excel-

lent service and provide such a delightful place for the variety of pro-

grams offered to all.

We cannot help but recognize the financial plight of St. Mary's

in the area of Capital Debt. While no solution was found to answer

this, the Committee would like to recommend to the Trustees that they

enter into another Campaign for Capital Funds and we encourage this

Convention to support the fullest such efforts as they might engage in.

We ask that all the reporting institutions reaffirm their stand and

policy that they are open to all, regardless of social status, race, creed,

or color and that they exist only to serve in the Name of our Lord and

in the example He set forth to us.

This Diocese has been blessed with excellent leadership in each of

the institutions reporting to this Convention. With the continued efforts

of these dedicated servants, the Diocese can be assured of competent

service for many years to come.

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RESOLUTION

Recognizing that all the reporting institutions need increased fi-

nancial help, especially those of an educational nature (St. Mary's, St.

Augustine's, and The University of the South), we hereby move that

this Convention go on record recommending to the Diocesan Council

that it consider having a day set aside, similar to the Episcopal Home
for the Ageing and Episcopal Child Care Services, to broaden the base

and make Episcopalians of this Diocese more aware of these particular

institutions so that they will be in a position to reach more in their

financial search. We also ask that Kanu^a be included in this list.

REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE ON
CONSTITUTION AND CANONS

The Committee on Constitution and Canons offers for adoption by

this 159th annual Convention the following amendments to the Consti-

tution and Canons of the Diocese as a result of its work of general

revision and updating thereof, agreed to by the 158th annual Con-

vention. An asterisk (*) in front of a section indicates that in the Com-
mittee's opinion, the proposed revision is editorial in nature, with no

change of meaning.

A—The committee recommends that the Constitution of the Dio-

cese be amended, as follows:

^Article II, Sec. 2. The time and place of the annual Convention

may be changed, or special conventions called, by the Ecclesiastical

Authority of the Diocese, subject to such canonical provisions as may
hereafter be made.

* Article II, Sec. 3. Written notice of a special convention shall be

given by the Secretary to every clergyman canonically resident in the

Diocese and to the senior warden of every parish and every organized

mission therein at least sixty days before the date thereof. This notice

shall specify the purpose for which the special convention is called and
no other business shall be in order except by unanimous consent of

the delegates.

Article III, Sec. 3. Every clergyman of the Church who is canonically

connected with the Diocese and who is resident therein shall be entitled

to a seat in the Convention and to a vote therein. The restriction of resi-

dence as above required shall not apply to professors, tutors, or students

in any recognized theological seminary of this Church, or college main-
tained and governed in part by the Diocese, or to any officers or members
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of the staff of the Executive Council, or to chaplains in the Armed Forces

of the United States, or to clergymen in charge of congregations of

this Diocese.

Article III, Sec. 6. Add to this section FOR CLARITY the follow-

ing sentence: The congregation of each organized mission shall also

be entitled to elect one alternate delegate subject to the same require-

ments as the delegate.

*Article IV. Combine Sections 2 and 3 to read as follows:

Sec. 2. The Convention shall have no power to pass any canon

infringing the Episcopal Authority, or affecting the spiritual condition

of the Diocese, against the express dissent of the Bishop stated at that

or the ensuing annual Convention. This shall not prevent the Conven-

tion from offering independently of the Bishop resolutions of advice or

inquiry, or from any proceedings necessary for the purpose of impeach-

ment.

Article VI, Section 1. Upon any question before the Convention,

when it is requested by any two clerical members, or by the delegations

present from any two parishes, the two orders shall vote separately.

And in all cases .... (rest of Section to remain unchanged).

*Article IX, Sec. 2. It shall always be competent for the Ecclesias-

tical Authority of the Diocese, with the written consent of the rector of

any parish, a copy of which shall be filed with the Secretary of the

Diocese, to organize a mission within the limits of said parish. The
ministers of such a mission shall be independent of the rector and re-

sponsible only to the Ecclesiastical Authority. If the consent of the rector

be denied, an appeal may be taken to the Bishop, whose decision, if with

the advice and consent of the Standing Committee, shall be final.

*Article IX, Sec. 6. Any parish or mission which shall fail for

three consecutive years to pay its assessment for the Episcopal Main-
tenance Fund, or shall have failed to observe the conditions of Title I,

Canon 7 of the General Convention relative to the Church Pension

Fund, shall be deprived of the right to vote in the Convention until

such arrears be paid, or remitted by the Convention.

*Article XIV, Section 1. This Constitution may be altered or

amended only upon:

(a) The concurrence of a majority of both orders present at the

annual Convention at which the alteration is proposed.
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(b) The adoption of the proposed alteration or amendment at the

next ensuing annual Convention, by a majority of all the clergy present

and entitled to a vote in the Convention, and of the delegates from a

majority
k
of the parishes and organized missions represented in the Con-

vention (the said delegates voting by parishes and missions). The vote

of each organized mission shall be counted as one-fourth vote. At this

Convention the consideration of a proposed amendment may be postponed

to the next annual Convention by a vote of two-thirds of both orders

present.

B—The Committee recommends that the CANONS of the Diocese

be amended, as follows:

Canon 1—The proposal is to repeal this canon since the subject

thereof is adequately covered in Article II, sec. 2 of the Constitution,

with the subsequent canons being re-numbered as necessary and present

titles retained except as indicated hereafter.

Canon I (present II)

^Section 1. Clergy. Before the opening of the annual Convention or

of a special convention, the Secretary shall apply to the Ecclesiastical

Authority for a list of clergy entitled to seats. From this list the Secre-

tary shall prepare the official roll of the Convention, which roll shall

be prima facie evidence of the right to seats therein.

Sec. 2. Laity. The secretaries of the several parish vestries and the

clerks of organized missions electing lay delegates to the Convention

shall furnish three certificates of these elections. One shall be handed

to the delegates-elect, one shall be forwarded to the Secretary of the

Convention and one shall be forwarded to the minister of the parish

where the Convention is to be held. The latter two shall be mailed at

least eight weeks before the opening session. From these certificates the

Secretary shall prepare a list of lay delegates to be called at the opening

of the Convention, and he shall not insert any name upon the roll

without the evidence of one of these certificates or an amended certifi-

cate signed by the rector or secretary of the vestry of the parish or by

the priest-in-charge or clerk of the organized mission, submitted to him

not later than one hour prior to the opening session of the Convention,

unless specially directed to do so by the Convention upon recommenda-

tion of its Committee on Credentials. Defective or doubtful certificates

shall be laid aside, to be acted on after the Convention shall have or-

ganized.
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Canon II (present III)

WORSHIP AT CONVENTION

The Holy Eucharist shall be celebrated at each annual or special

Convention. Other devotional services may be held at the discretion of

the Ecclesiastical Authority.

*Canons IV and V would be re-numbered III and IV.

Canon V (present VI)

*Section 1. The Secretary shall:

a) Issue notices of the annual meetings of the Convention, including

notices of any special meetings, or changes of the place or time

of annual meetings directed by the Ecclesiastical Authority.

b) Prepare the canonical lists of the clerical and lay delegates

entitled to membership in the Convention.

c) Call the Convention to order for the purpose of organization in

the absence of the Bishop, Bishop-Coadjutor or Suffragan Bishop

(if there be such) and the President of the Standing Committee.

d) Keep a record of all Convention proceedings, prepare and issue

its journals and preserve sufficient copies thereof for the use

of the members of the next ensuing Convention.

e) Preserve and have ready for reference all Convention papers not

specially given into other hands.

f) Present to the Treasurer for payment from diocesan funds state-

ments of the expenses he has necessarily incurred in discharging

the duties of the Secretary.

Sec. 2. The Secretary shall mail notices of all Conventions to each

clergyman canonically resident in the Diocese, and to the senior warden

of each parish and of each organized mission. These notices shall include

the forms for certifying lay delegates and alternates and, in the case of

the annual Convention, shall be sent between ninety and one hundred

twenty days prior to the date thereof, and not later than sixty days prior

to the date of a special Convention.

Sec. 3—The proposal is to delete this section, as the notices required

therein are now being given to the Deans by the Bishop's office at the

same time as that given to the Secretary.
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*Canon VI (present VII)

The Treasurer shall:

a) Have custody of all current funds belonging to the Diocese

excluding all trust and permanent funds, depositing them in a

bank designated by the Diocesan Council.

b) Hold, use, and dispose of current funds as directed by repre-

sentatives of the Diocese empowered by canonical authority to

do so.

Section 1. All clergy receiving aid from the missionary funds of the

Diocese shall be liable to perform regular missionary duty. The sphere

of such duty shall be fixed by the Bishop and the amount of aid therefor

shall be determined by the Bishop and the Department of Finance.

Canon XXI

PARISH MEETINGS, VESTRIES, AND WARDENS

Section 1. Parish Meetings.

a) Annual Meeting. An annual meeting of the members qualified

to vote in a parish shall be held on the first Monday in Advent

unless the vestry of the parish designates some other date for

the required annual meeting.

b) Other Parish Meetings. Upon the call of the vestry, a meeting

of the members qualified to vote in a parish may be held at any

time.

c) Persons Qualified to Vote in Parish Meetings. A communicant

member of a parish who is seventeen years old or older and in

good standing in this Church may vote in any meeting of that

parish when he is present, in accordance with the provisions of

Article IX, sec. 3 of the Constitution of this Diocese.

d) By-Laws. For the orderly conduct of parish meetings, for the

adoption of a rotating vestry system as authorized by sec. 2 of

this canon, and for the election of members of the vestry, by-laws

not inconsistent with the Constitution and Canons of the Diocese

may be adopted by any parish meeting.

e) Voting. Motions, resolutions, elections, and all other matters

presented to a parish meeting for vote shall be decided by a

majority of the qualified members present and voting.
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Section 2. Vestries.

a) Size and Composition. A vestry shall be composed of not fewer

than three nor more than fifteen members of the parish who
are seventeen years old or older and who are communicants in

good standing of the Protestant Episcopal Church.

b) Vestry Plan One. At each annual parish meeting a vestry shall

be elected who shall hold office until the next annual parish

meeting or until their successors are duly elected.

c) Vestry Plan Two. As an alternative to Vestry Plan One, a parish

having sixty or more members who are seventeen years old or

older may adopt a rotating vestry system. At the first election

following the adoption of a rotating system, which shall be held

at the annual parish meeting, one-third of the members of the

vestry are elected to serve for one year, one-third for two years,

and one-third for three years. Thereafter, at the annual parish

meeting, one-third of the vestry shall be elected from among
those who have not served on the vestry during the past year,

and the terms of those so elected shall be for three years. A
parish having one hundred or more members who are seventeen

years old or older may include in its rotating vestry system a

provision that no retiring member of the vestry shall be eligible

for re-election until a specified period of time, not to exceed

five years, has elapsed following the expiration of that person's

term on the vestry.

d) Filling Vestry Vacancies.

In case of a vacancy on a vestry by reason of death, resig-

nation, or other cause, the remaining members of the vestry

may fill the vacancy from among those eligible to serve un-

der the provisions of this canon.

2) A person elected to fill a vacancy on a vestry shall hold of-

fice until the expiration of the term of the person whose
office he fills.

e) By-Laws. For the orderly conduct of its meetings and other

business, a vestry may adopt by-laws not inconsistent with the

Constitution and Canons of the Diocese.

f ) Nomination and Election Procedures.

1 ) ) Nominations of persons to be elected to a vestry may be re-

ceived at an annual parish meeting in accordance with by-

laws adopted by the parish. By-laws governing the nomina-
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tion of persons for election to the vestry may provide for

taking preferential ballots prior to the time of the annual

parish meeting, but if this is done, the by-laws shall provide

that the number of nominees presented for election at the

annual parish meeting shall be at least twice the number of

positions to be filled on the vestry at that meeting.

2) A majority of those present and voting in an annual parish

meeting shall be necessary to elect a member of the vestry.

Nominees receiving a majority shall be declared elected. If

additional ballots are required, the nominees to be voted on

shall be limited to twice the number of positions remaining

to be filled and, within that number, shall be those not

elected on the previous ballot who received the highest num-
ber of votes.

3) Nominations and elections for members of the vestry may be

by paper ballot or by voice vote in accordance with by-laws

adopted by a parish meeting as provided in Sec. 1 of this

Sec. 3. Wardens.

a) Election. Each vestry shall annually elect from among its own
number a senior and a junior warden, who shall be communi-

cants in good standing of the Protestant Episcopal Church. The
vestry shall elect the senior warden upon nomination by the rec-

tor unless there is no rector, in which case the election shall

proceed without his nomination. If a vacancy occurs in the office

of senior or junior warden, a successor shall be nominated and

elected in the same manner.

b) Duties. In the absence of the rector, the wardens shall preside

in all meetings of the vestry or congregation, in the order of

their official seniority. As representatives of the vestry, they shall

(subject to the vestry's directions and consistent with the rights

of the rector) have charge of the church building, and they shall

see that it is kept from all uses inconsistent with the doctrine or

discipline of the Protestant Episcopal Church and, so far as

possible, in good repair, as becomes the house of God. The
wardens shall see that the church is prepared for public worship

and that order is preserved during that worship; that suitable

books are provided for the services, vestments for the clergy,

and, when necessary, the elements for the Holy Communion.
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Sec. 4. Treasurer. In the absence of any other appointment, the

junior warden shall act as treasurer of the parish.

Sec. 5. Vestry Meetings in Certain Cases. Should the rector refuse

to. call a meeting of the vestry and, in the opinion of the wardens or a

majority of the vestry, such a meeting would be of importance, the

wardens or any three members of the vestry may call a vestry meeting.

In such a case, however, the rector shall be notified of the time and place

of the called meeting of the vestry.

Canon XXV

DEFINITIONS, REGISTERS, AND REPORTS

Section 1. Private and Parish Registers. Each minister of this Church

shall keep a register of all baptisms, confirmations, marriages, and burials

solemnized by him, as well as of all the baptisms, confirmations, mar-

riages, and burials within his parish or cure, specifying the names of the

persons in each instance; the parentage and date of birth of those bap-

tized, with the names of their sponsors or witnesses; and the time when
each rite is performed; which register shall be transcribed at least once

in each month into a book to be kept for the purpose by the vestry of

the parish. This book or parish register shall be presented to the Bishop

for his inspection at every annual visitation.

Section 2. Reports of Nonparochial Ministers. Every minister canon-

ically resident in the Diocese who is not in charge of a parish or con-

gregation shall, annually before February 1, report his official acts dur-

ing the preceding calendar year to the Ecclesiastical Authority. If he

has performed no official acts in that period, he shall report that fact

and the causes or reasons which have prevented him from performing

them.

Section 3. Communicants.

a) For purposes of this canon, every confirmed person resident in

the parish, who has been admitted to the Holy Communion and
who has not withdrawn or been suspended, shall be reckoned

a communicant.

b) For statistical purposes, the minister in charge of a parish or

other congregation shall report as communicants in good stand-

ing the number of communicants he has reason to believe have

not failed to receive the Holy Communion at least thrice in the

year covered by the report except for good cause preventing.

Section 4. Lists of Communicants, Families, and Persons. Each
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minister shall maintain a list of the communicants within his cure, and,

so far as practicable, he shall maintain a list of all families and persons

within his cure. These lists shall remain in the parish for the use of

his successor.

Section 5. Letters of Transfer. Every minister shall instruct his

people at least once a year in regard to the law of this Church con-

cerning letters of transfer. When members remove from his parish or

cure to that of another, he shall promptly inform the minister thereof,

and he shall use all diligence that they may become promptly affiliated

with the parish or other, congregation to which they have removed.

Section 6. Parochial Reports. A report of every parish and other

congregation in this Diocese shall be prepared annually for the year

ending on December 31 preceding, upon the blank form prepared by

the Executive Council of this Church and approved by the General Con-

vention Committee on the State of the Church. It shall be sent in dupli-

cate not later than February 1 to the Bishop, or, if there is no Bishop,

to the Secretary of the Diocese. The Bishop may require that this report

be mailed directly to the Secretary, who shall report to the Bishop any

parish or other congregation whose report has not been received by

February 1. The report shall include all information necessary to com-

plete the prescribed form in accordance with the provisions of Title III,

Canon 5, Section 1, of the Canons of General Convention. In every

parish the preparation and delivery of this report shall be the joint duty

of the rector and vestry unless there is no rector, in which case it shall be

the duty of the vestry to prepare and deliver the report. In every other

congregation the preparation and delivery of this report shall be the

duty of the minister-in-charge thereof.

Sec. 7. Printing Reports. The parochial reports required by sec. 6

of this canon, or such parts of them as the Bishop my deem fit, shall

be printed in the journal of the Convention.

Canon XXVIII

At each annual Convention the Bishop

shall appoint and present for Convention confirmation five members to

serve for three years or until their successors are duly appointed and

confirmed. If a vacancy occurs on the Commission between annual ses-

sions of the Convention, it may be filled until the next annual Conven-

tion by appointment of the Bishop and confirmation by the Standing

Committee.

^Section 2. Adoption of Rules. For the performance of its duties,

the Commission may, with the Bishop's approval, adopt rules not in-

consistent with canonical and other legislative actions of the General

Convention or the Diocesan Convention.

^Section 3. Assistance to Bishop. The Commission on Ministry shall

assist the Bishop in matters pertaining to:

a) The enlistment and selection of persons for the ministry and in

the guidance and pastoral care of all candidates for Holy Orders;

b) The guidance and pastoral care of deacons and professional

church workers;

c) The continuing education of the ministry; and

d) Such other related matters as may be directed from time to

time by the Bishop.

Section 4. Examinations. In the presence of the Bishop, and under

his guidance and oversight, the Commission on Ministry shall interview

each candidate before ordination, alike to the diaconate and priesthood,

to ascertain his or her personal readiness for that ordination, and there-

after the Commission shall promptly transmit a written report of its

findings to the Bishop and Standing Committee.

*Section 5. Reports under Canons of General Convention. In cases

in which the conduct and evaluation of the examinations of persons

for Holy Orders is assigned to the Commission on Ministry, it shall

make the report required by Title III, Canon 7, of the General Con-
vention and shall transmit a copy of the report to the General Board
of Examining Chaplains.
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*Canon XXXI

THE TERRACES

Section 1. Purpose and Use. The Terraces is a conference and re-

treat center in Southern Pines, North Carolina, owned and maintained

by the Diocese of North Carolina as an independent facility for the use

of its committees, agencies, institutions, departments, parishes and mis-

sions, as well as by other church-related, civic, and social agencies and

organizations.

Section 2. Board of Directors. There shall be a board of directors of

The Terraces, composed of nine communicants in good standing of the

Church in the Diocese. Upon nomination of the Bishop, three members
of this board shall be elected at each annual Convention of the Diocese

to serve for three years. The board of directors shall have supervision of

the maintenance, operation, programs, and use of The Terraces and

shall report annually to the Convention.

Canon XXXII

COMMITTEES OF THE CONVENTION

^Section 1. The Bishop or the presiding officer of the Convention

shall annually appoint the indicated number of persons to each of the

following Committees:

a) On Constitution and Canons—three clergymen and two lay

persons.

b) On the State of the Church—three clergymen and two lay

persons.

c) On Credentials—two clergymen and three lay persons.

d) On Elections—two clergymen and three lay persons.

e) On New Parishes—two clergymen and three lay persons.

-The Committee recommends that the Rules of Order of the Diocese

be amended, as fololws:

*Rule X. In a vote by orders, the votes of the clergy and laity

shall be taken and tabulated separately. Each parish shall be entitled

to one vote and each organized mission to !
/4 vote. The majority

of the delegates of a parish, present and voting, shall determine

whether its vote is affirmative or negative and the vote of that

parish shall be cast accordingly. If the parish delegation be equally

divided, the fact shall be so stated when the parish casts its vote. A
majority of affirmative votes in both orders shall be necessary to a

decision on any vote by orders.

A delegate of any parish may request a polling of the parish's

delegation, if such request is made at the time the vote of the parish

is called for or when cast. In any vote by orders, upon the request

of any two clergymen or the delegations of any two parishes, the

vote shall be by roll call of the clergy and of the parishes and
organized missions.

*Rule XL A question once decided shall stand as the action of

the Convention and shall not be drawn again into debate. A motion

to reconsider any vote shall be in order only on the same or suc-

ceeding day to that on which the vote is taken, except that a vote

or question may be reconsidered at any time by the consent of two-

thirds of the Convention.

Rule XVII (a)—Strike "Credentials and" from the last sen-

tence. The responsibility for posting biographical data on nominees
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is that of the Committee on Elections, now a separate Canonical

Committee.

Rule XVII (b)—Strike "The Episcopal Churchwomen, the

Episcopal Laymen of the Diocese, and other Diocesan Organiza-

tions," this in view of the amendment to Canon XVI passed by

the 1974 Convention.

Rule XVII (f)—Strike "Delegates to the Provincial Synod,"

as these are now elected by the Diocesan Council, upon nomination

of the Bishop. (See Canon XXXV, Section 1, page 45, 1971 edition

of Canons)

CONCLUSION

Your Committee on Constitution and Canons has considered the

Resolution referred to it by the 158th annual Convention relative to

devising a system whereby Unorganized Missions could be represented

in the Convention of the Diocese with voice and vote (1974 Journal,

page 180, resolution #7). The Committee believes the issue raised there-

in is an important one and asks the consent of the Convention to hold

it for further study in connection with the question of proportional rep-

resentation in the Convention. We have begun this study, but are not

able to make any report thereon to this Convention.

RESOLUTION #1

WHEREAS this church meeting in annual Convention in 1971

passed a resolution against the death penalty which was affirmed by

the annual Convention of 1973;

And WHEREAS the situation in our state in regard to the death

penalty has worsened since then because of a decision of the North

Carolina Supreme Court which took away from juries the right to rec-

ommend mercy, thus restoring automatic sentence of capital punishment

in all cases of first degree murder and first degree rape;
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And WHEREAS more than one-half of those condemned to death

in the U. S. are held on death row in Central Prison in Raleigh

And WHEREAS each private citizen is a member of the society

which imposes capital punishment,

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that this 1975 Diocesan Con-

vention reaffirm the resolution formerly adopted by this church in 1971,

And BE IT RESOLVED FURTHER that a copy of this affirma-

tion be forwarded to each member of the North Carolina General As-

sembly and that such further publication be made as may be appropriate.

The above is the form in which this Resolution was adopted. CFH

RESOLUTION #2

WHEREAS: The Standing Liturgical Commission of the Episcopal

Church was duly authorized to undertake a revision of the Book of

Common Prayer, and,

WHEREAS,the resulting revisions have been faithfully and loyally

studied and used by many Clergy and local congregations, and,

WHEREAS, after several years of faithful use, there continues to

be substantial and widespread demand for the 1928 Book of Common
Prayer, and,

WHEREAS, those who prefer to worship by the 1928 Prayer Book

will feel abandoned and may be embittered by a sense of loss of services

which they treasure, and,

WHEREAS, since it was the stated intent of the Standing Liturgical

Commission to provide the flexibility and freedom of choice in a chang-

ing and diverse society, consistency and fairness would require that the

National Church respond in the affirmative, not only to those whose
preference is for the revised services, but also to those whose preference

is for the 1928 Book of Common Prayer, and,

WrHEREAS, it is consistent with the mission of the Church to effect

reconciliation in Christ's name,

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that this One Hundred
and Fifty-Ninth Annual Convention of the Diocese of North Carolina

memorialize the General Convention to retain the Book of Common
Prayer (1928) as an authorized alternative to any proposed revised

Book of Common Prayer.

The above is the form in which this Resolution was adopted. CFH
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RESOLUTION #3

WHEREAS, we are one with the Standing Liturgical Commission

in its efforts to restructure the liturgy and to offer both a traditional

and contemporary context within the proposed revision of the Book of

Common Prayer; and

WHEREAS, Almighty God, the Supreme Artist, has placed in our

stewardship the art of literature; and

WHEREAS, there exists a quintessence of worship and prayer

that is dependent not only on words but also on metrical structure and

euphonic sensitivity; and

WHEREAS, we are heirs to a liturgical literature that is both a

national treasure and a classic of English prose which has a cultural sig-

nificance for the entire English-speaking world. And as such it is in-

cumbent upon us to insist on the highest quality in our worship of the

living God, and to direct our efforts to create nothing less than the very

finest liturgy; and

WHEREAS, the acceptance of anything less would be regression;

BE IT RESOLVED, that the 159th Convention of the Diocese of

North Carolina memorialize the 1976 General Convention in Minne-

apolis to direct the Standing Liturgical Commission to review, with

greater sensitivity to the quality of the liturgical literature being created,

the Authorized Trial Services and rewrite where necessary to ensure

that the future Book of Common Prayer of the American Episcopal

Church will continue to be, as have its predecessors within the Anglican

Communion, that standard of excellence by which the entire English-

speaking world will judge its worship;

And further, that copies of this Resolution be sent by the Secretary

of the Diocese to the Presiding Bishop, the President of the House of

Deputies, and the Chairman of the Standing Liturgical Commission.

The foregoing resolution was not recommended by the Committee

for the reason that the subject matter thereof was thought to be covered

in Resolution No. 2. The Committee was discharged from further con-

sideration of this resolution. CFH

RESOLUTION #4

WHEREAS, our Lord's first command to us is to go into all the

world and preach the Gospel,

AND WHEREAS, we affirm in the creeds that the Church is one,

Catholic and Apostolic,

AND WHEREAS, the People of God have from the beginning un-

derstood Christian stewardship to be an offering of first fruits, that is,

giving to God first from all he has given us,

AND WHEREAS, St. Paul taught the early Church in Greece and

Asia Minor to live out this theology in its world-wide mission by giving

first to the saints in Jerusalem as a sign of Catholic unity,

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the 159th Annual Conven-

tion of the Diocese of North Carolina affirm its obedience to this the-

RESOLUTION #5

WHEREAS: The Diocese of North Carolina is a constituent part

of the Protestant Episcopal Church in the United States of America,

acceding to the Constitution and Canons of this Church and thus bound
by the proper actions of the General Convention of the Church; and

WHEREAS: The House of Bishops of the Episcopal Church has

referred the question of the Ordination of women to the Priesthood

(and /or to the Episcopate) to the 1976 session of the General Con-
vention for debate and resolution; and

WHEREAS: The question of the Ordination of women in this

Church must be settled on the basis of full theological understanding of

Ordination rather than emotional or social pressures; and

WHEREAS: The Presiding Bishop of the Episcopal Church, acting

under authorization of the House of Bishops, has appointed a Special

Committee to study the complex and weighty questions of human sex-

uality and Ordination in the Church today; and
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WHEREAS: Both the House of Bishops and the Presiding Bishop's

of the Diocese and agencies of the Episcopal Church; and

3. request the Bishops of this Diocese and/or the Special Diocesan

Committee to make public the findings of the studies of both

the Presiding Bishop's Special Committee and the Special Dio-

cesan Committee at the earliest possible dates.

The Committee recommended that this resolution he tabled since its

major points and interest were dealt with in the Bishop's Address on Fri-

day and by his action the matter was referred to the Commission on Min-
istry, and the Committee moved that it be discharged from further con-

sideration of the same. The motion was adopted and the resolution

tabled and the Committee discharged. CFH

RESOLUTION #6

WHEREAS, poverty and hunger are unquestionably the two most

devastating factors of the current world economic crisis, which crisis

we see pictorially demonstrated on the evening news as far away as

Bangladesh, and as close as Detroit. Michigan, and our own State of

North Carolina, and

WHEREAS, the rate of unemployment in North Carolina has now
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exceeded the national level and projects in industry alone to be 175,000

persons for the month of January, 1975, and

WHEREAS, county welfare agencies all over the country report

both vastly increasing rolls and critical shortages in funding, and

WHEREAS, the mandate from our Lord to all Christian institu-

tions is clear that we are our "brothers' keeper," and

WHEREAS, the Episcopal Church has shown concern at large by

the Presiding Bishop's dollars for the hungry and locally by the fantastic

example most recently set by our own Christ Church, Charlotte,

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that this Convention itself

provide the leadership, the example and the action by asking each parish

and mission to raise an amount equal to 10 per cent of their local budgets,

and that this amount be given at the discretion of each parish or mis-

sion to the aid of the poor and hungry locally, nationally, internationally

or any combination thereof.

AND WHEREAS, we believe that dying and death should not be

feared, but openly and freely discussed whether thought to be imminent

or remote;

AND WHEREAS, we affirm that the Church has a responsibility

to all of God's people to inform and assist them in considering and pre-

paring for dying and death;

AND WHEREAS, we believe that life should not be arrogantly and

futilely prolonged in those instances where there is no reasonable ex-

pectation or genuine hope of recovery;

BE IT RESOLVED, that the 159th Annual Convention of the

Episcopal Diocese of North Carolina declare that, in consultation with

their physician and priest, persons (or members of the family when the

patients are incompetent) may rightly request that no heroic or extra-

ordinary measures be employed to defer death, and that physicians and

others responsible for the care and comfort of these patients are morally

obligated to be attentive and give respectful consideration to the wishes

and requests of these patients.

The Committee presented the foregoing resolution without prejudice.

10. Statement as to status of current operating obligations.

11. Statement as to all other obligations than current operating ones,

including as to each: date obligation arose; purpose of obligation;
